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前言

近年来，全球化语境日益显著，英语已然成为国际学术界交流科研成果的主要工具。在我国，越来越多的高校开始要求非英语专业的研究生用英语发表论文，一方面为了考核学生的科研能力，评价学生的科研成果，另一方面可以与国际学术界展开交流。然而对中国学生、特别是非英语专业的学生来说，用英语写作并发表科研论文是一个巨大的挑战，无论在宏观的论文结构方面，还是在微观的语言表达方面都存在诸多问题，很大程度上影响了他们的论文写作与发表。在这样的背景下，我们编写了《英语研究论文写作教程》这本教材。

教程目的

本教程的使用对象是有英语研究论文写作需求的非英语专业研究生，包括硕士研究生和博士研究生，也适用于准备写作英语研究论文或正在写作英语研究论文的各类学生及科研人员。我们的总体目标和具体目标如下：


（1）总体目标
 　训练并提高学生用英语撰写研究论文的能力，包括按照一般论文的篇章结构布局谋篇的能力，参照规范准确表达各章节话语功能和意义的能力，正确调用词汇、语法手段写出地道语言的能力。


（2）具体目标
 　学生应掌握英语研究论文的基本构成、各部分的话语功能、语篇特征以及语言特征，并能够在教师的指导下，独立完成英语研究论文，使其具有规范的篇章特征、地道的语言特征和流畅的意义表达。

内容安排

本教程包括两部分，共十二个单元。第一部分介绍了英语研究论文写作的基本知识，包括三个单元：研究论文简介、如何避免剽窃以及文献引用。第二部分为研究论文写作部分，包括九个单元，涉及研究论文的九个部分：引言、文献综述、方法、结果、讨论、结论、摘要和关键词、题目以及致谢。

第二部分为教材的主体部分，每个单元有四个模块：内容介绍、范文分析、语言练习以及写作实践。这四个模块层层推进，前后呼应，实现了理论与实践、语言输入与语言输出的紧密结合。


模块一
 　内容介绍，总结了研究论文各个部分的功能简介、结构特征和语言特征。功能简介主要阐述该部分在研究论文中的价值与作用。结构特征以体裁分析理论为基础，提供了详细的语步分析。语言特征则提供了实现各种篇章功能和各个语步功能的语言资源，包括句式、句式成分的高频替换词和典型搭配。


模块二
 　范文分析，包括两个子模块。第一个子模块针对研究论文的各个部分，分别提供两至三篇范文以及相关的篇章结构练习，目的是复习第一个模块的内容，练习评判语篇结构和语言使用技巧。这些范文都选自真实的研究论文，话题具有普适性和趣味性，能够激发阅读兴趣。第二个子模块针对学生的专业研究方向，提供反思性的语篇分析练习。学生收集专业研究论文，在阅读的基础上，分析专业论文的整体结构和各个部分的结构及语言特征。


模块三
 　语言练习，练习模块二中出现的学术搭配和词汇。练习内容参考了目前世界上库容最大的当代美语语料库（COCA），特别是该库所提供的学术词汇的统计结果和搭配信息。


模块四
 　在前三个模块的基础上，展开实用的写作训练，包括两个子模块。第一个子模块采用问题驱动的形式，提示学生思考写作的具体问题，引导学生针对自己的研究课题和实验完成英语研究论文写作。问题中还提供了供学生参考的语言示例，这些示例主要来自COCA语料库中的学术英语子库以及我们自建的超大容量的英语期刊论文语料库。每个单元的写作内容组合起来便可成为一篇完整的研究论文。第二个子模块以教师和学生对话等形式，提供了一项研究的相关信息，让学生以提供的科研内容和细节为基础，展开写作训练。与第一个子模块相同，学生在每一个单元会完成一个部分的写作，这些写作内容组合起来即成为一篇完整的研究论文。

教程特色

目前，我国教材市场上聚焦于英语研究论文写作的教材数量日益增加，内容包括科研技能与规范、英语学术语言与语法以及英语研究论文的语篇与语言特征。在这些教材的基础上，我们以先进的语料库语言研究为手段，以详细的学生需求分析为依据，进一步扩充了英语研究论文写作教材的内容。本教程特色如下：


（1）提供典型的程式化语言资源
 　基于语料库语言研究的方法，结合教学经验与文献研究结果，我们提供了实现各种语步功能和语篇特征的程式化语言资源。这些语言资源结构相对固定，学生可以整体储存于头脑中，写作时能够以最短时间提取出来，使语言输出快捷、流畅、地道。句式之间的相互组合还可以构建各种语篇框架，为写作实践提供有效的指导。此外，我们在写作模块中提供了针对部分程式化语言资源的语言实例，并在范文分析模块中用黑体字标出程式化语言资源，以提高学生对程式化语言的敏感度。


（2）写作练习实践性强
 　在讲解与练习学术规范和篇章特征的基础上，我们针对实际课堂中研究生的科研进展和写作需求，设计了两套写作练习。第一套适用于正在写作科研论文或准备写作科研论文的学生，第二套适用于尚未开始科研课题的学生。每套练习完成后，学生都可以写出一份完整的研究论文。这些写作任务实践性强，有利于激发学生的写作兴趣，切实培养学生的研究论文写作能力。


（3）针对学生的不同专业背景设计练习
 　受各种资源的限制，我国高校研究生英语写作课的学生通常来自不同的专业背景。针对学生研究方向的多元化，本书设计了全面、系统的反思练习，其中范文模块二中的第二个子模块，引导学生分析自己专业的研究论文。并且，在写作实践模块的第一个子模块中，很多问题的初衷也是引导学生反思自己专业的论文特征。这类练习可以使教学跨越专业界限，提高学生的写作动机和学习自主性。


（4）提供丰富的参考资料
 　本教程充分结合了学术界在学术英语方面的研究成果，为教师和学生提供了大量的参考资料，包括学术英语词汇表、学术英语搭配表、学术英语搭配练习、不同学科研究论文结构的统计结果、化学专业英语研究论文的典型结构分析以及教材中所引范例的全文等，如有需要请与上海交通大学出版社（021-60403036）联系索取。

使用说明

本教程适用于英语研究论文写作课程或英语学术论文写作课程。作为学术英语中最有代表性的一种体裁，研究论文是学习和掌握学术英语的最佳实例，因此该教程也可以满足基础学术英语读写课程的教学需求。

本教程适合一个学期完整的教学安排，教师可以根据教学重点和学生的反馈安排每个单元具体的学时。基于“以学生为中心”的教育理念，教程设计了各类阅读与写作任务，以提高学生的参与性和主动性，教师可以根据这些任务灵活安排教学活动。

在教程编写的过程中，我们参考了国内外与英语研究论文写作相关的理论、实践和教材，并引用了数篇国外期刊上已经发表的英文期刊论文的片段以及COCA语料库中的语言实例和语言信息，在此我们对所有的作者或编者一并表示感谢。

Part I　Preparing for Writing

Unit 1　Overview of Research Articles

实证型研究论文是最具代表性的学术论文形式。其特点是以实证研究为基础，以证据、数据和事实为依据，报告研究结果，传递科研信息。

实证型研究论文通常包括题目、摘要、关键词、引言、文献综述、方法、结果、讨论、结论、致谢、参考文献等部分。由于学科差异、研究内容差异以及期刊的不同要求，实证型研究论文的主体部分呈现出多种结构形式，如“引言—文献综述—方法—［合并的结果与讨论］—结论”“引言—方法—［合并的结果与讨论］—结论”“引言—文献综述—方法—结果—讨论”，以及“引言—方法—结果—讨论”等。

在语言方面，实证型研究论文具有正式性、复杂性、客观性和精确性的特点。并且，论文作者经常针对文献、其他研究者、研究结果以及研究意义等表达自己的立场和态度，以寻求学术界对文章和研究成果的普遍认可。

Objectives

●To learn the functions and the structure of research articles.

●To learn the language features of research articles.

I.Introduction

In academic journals and conference proceedings，you can find different types of research publication，such as research articles，theory papers，review articles，response papers，or short communications.A research article（henceforth RA）is a written paper reporting the findings of an original study.It tends to be empirically oriented，based on evidence，data，and fact.In contrast，a theory paper presents logical argumentation or theoretical analysis of an observation.A review article is the review of a scholarly book，and a response paper comments on or reacts to an earlier publication.A short communication，or a technical note，usually takes the form of a mini RA.

Being the most representative academic writing，RAs are regarded as the jewel on the crown of academic English papers.As we know，writing and publishing English RAs are the required academic tasks for both junior and senior scholars.These tasks have become increasingly challenging in the modern academic world where publication is very competitive among international researchers and degree students.In this regard，this textbook takes RAs as the sole mission.It aims at alleviating your pressure of writing English RAs and satisfying your professional requirement of publication.

The nature of research explains the features of RAs.Scientific research is known as a systematic process of collecting and analyzing information in order to discover or establish facts or principles.Therefore，an RA is not personal thoughts or ideas without factual or experimental bases.Nor is it the idea of others or a series of quotations.Instead，an RA presents and interprets an original study，acknowledging all the sources referred to.

However，like all the writings，the purpose of writing an RA is always closely connected with audience.Therefore，you should analyze the audience of a target journal or conference，or identify the audience by reading the Guide for Authors，which will in turn help you decide what and how to present and interpret，and to what extent.For instance，if the audience is fairly narrow，mainly consisting of the scientists from related disciplines，your RA should aim at informing the audience of the specialized details of the research.However，if the audience is fairly broad，your RA should also provide basic and sufficient background details so that the audience can comprehend and evaluate the research.

The functions，structural features，and language features of an effective RA are outlined below.

Functions

The primary function of an RA is to advance knowledge in a certain academic field.By writing and publishing RAs，researchers make their studies public to the academic community.In this way they contribute to the understanding of the phenomenon under study.At the same time，they also learn about the latest or the edge-cutting research by reading their peers’RAs，which will in turn help develop their own investigations.

Structural Features

1.Sections of RAs

RAs follow a somewhat standard format with which writers present their research in an orderly and logical manner.The following table shows the sections of an RA and their essential functions responding to different research information.

Title and Authors，Abstract，and Keywords are the front components of an RA；Introduction（I），Literature Review（L），Methods（M），Results（R），Discussion（D），and Conclusion（C）constitute the body part.The frequency of the sections in the body of an RA is shown in the following figure.

Figure 1　The major sections in RAs(Note: [RD] means the merged part of Results and Discussion)



This figure illustrates that I is an obligatory section，M and C appear in most of the RAs，and D，L，and R can be found in around half of the RAs.It should be noted that[RD]section plays an important role in RAs as well.

Different disciplines adopt different major sections.For example，in the RAs of applied linguistics，I，M and R are the most common sections，but in computer science，I，R and D/C occur most frequently.


2.Headings of RAs’Sections

There are three types of section headings，namely，standard，functional，and content headings.The standard headings refer to those conventional labels，such as Introduction，Literature Review，Method，Results，Discussion，and Conclusion.The functional headings are the variations of standard headings.For instance，“Discussion and critique”，“Comment”，“Beyond the evidence”，“General discussion”，and“Interpretation of the findings”are the functional versions of the standard Discussion in RAs.Content headings are the theme related headings，such as“An example from the tobacco litigation”，“Use of humor in the meetings”，and“Learning effort comparison”.These sub-titles perform the same functions of traditional headings but explicitly indicate the topics of these sections.

Disciplinary variation in the headings of RAs’sections is remarkable.For example，in medical areas，the heading of“Results”is often replaced by“Observations”.

3.Structural Patterns of RAs

Originating from lab reports，the conventional RAs followed the layout of IMRD in the body part；however，other frameworks have also evolved over time.The prevalent structural patterns in modern RAs include ILM[RD]C，IM[RD]C，IMRDC，and ILMRD，as shown in Fig.2.

The structure of an RA is a reflection of disciplinary nature.The most prominent pattern，ILM[RD]C，is often adopted in engineering and social sciences，while the traditional IMRD pattern is frequently used in many applied science disciplines and some social science disciplines，and rarely employed in engineering and humanities disciplines.Given the differences in subject matters，disciplines，and journal requirements，you are strongly suggested to examine the structural patterns in the RAs of your specialized area.

Although RAs may follow different organizational patterns，these patterns share a prominent feature of information flow，i.e.，“general-specific-general”.This movement of information means that an RA starts with general information of the research area，narrows towards the body part，and widens after it，as demonstrated in the following diagram.

Language Features

So far，you must have been familiar with or even proficient at essay writings.An RA in fact shares many similarities with common essays，such as a well-focused topic for the whole paper，adequate support for the topic or sub-topics，and the use of transitional signals throughout the paper.However，some language features do distinguish an RA from an ordinary essay.The features to be discussed here are formality，complexity，objectivity，precision，and stance taking（立场表达）.

1.Formality

To report scientific studies academically，RAs prefer formal expressions to colloquial and informal ones.Colloquial expressions such as“stuff”，“a lot of”，“thing”，or“sort of”should be avoided.Although informal elements do exist，the large percentage of formal elements is still a distinctive feature of RAs.Particularly，English has such a large vocabulary that there are usually different ways to express an idea.You are suggested therefore to choose formal forms whenever possible to reduce informality.Examples of formal words and expressions are italicized in the following Abstract of an RA.

Kissing right？

On the consistency of the head-turning bias in kissing

（Published in Laterality，2011）

The present study investigated the consistency of the head-turning bias in kissing.In particular we addressed what happens if a person who prefers to kiss with the head turned to the right kisses a person who prefers to kiss with the head turned to the left.To this end，participants（N=57）were required to kiss a life-sized doll’s head rotated in different orientations that were either compatible or incompatible with the participants’head-turning preference.Additionally，participants’handedness，footedness，and eye preference was assessed.Results showed that a higher percentage of participants preferred to kiss with their head turned to the right than to the left.In addition，the right-turners were more consistent in their kissing behaviour than left-turners.That is，with the doll’s head rotated in an incompatible direction，right-turners were less likely to switch their head to their non-preferred side.Since no clear relationships between head-turning bias and the other lateral preferences（i.e.，handedness，footedness，and eye preference）were discerned，the more consistent head-turning bias among right-turners could not be explained as deriving from a joint pattern of lateral preferences that is stronger among individuals with rightward as compared to individuals with leftward lateral preferences.

The formal words in RAs are known as academic words.They are more formal than general English，but unlike technical terms，they are not specific to any disciplines.Take the following pairs for example：

To express an action or occurrence，a single verb tends to be chosen over a phrasal or prepositional verb（verb+preposition）in order to increase the degree of formality.For example，

●The present study investigated the consistency of the head-turning bias in kissing.

Cf.The present study looked into the consistency of the head-turning bias in kissing.

More examples of formal verbal alternatives are given in the following table.

Furthermore，RAs conform to the following grammatical conventions in order to reduce informality：

●Refraining from contractions such as“can’t”，“doesn’t”，“won’t”and“shouldn’t”

E.g.It is alarming to note that the source of nearly 30%of viruses can’t be determined.（Informal）

Cf.It is alarming to note that the source of nearly 30%of viruses cannot be determined.（Formal）

●Limiting the use of“run on”expressions such as“and so on”and“etc.”

E.g.Hydrogen can be used in gas turbines，fuel cells，etc.（Informal）

Cf.Hydrogen can be used in gas turbines，fuel cells，and other applications./Hydrogen can be used in a number of applications，from gas turbines to fuel cells.（Formal）

●Limiting the use of informal negative forms“not...any”，“not...much”，and“not...many”

E.g.This emerging social disaster has not received much attention.（Informal）

Cf.This emerging social disaster has received little attention.（Formal）

●Limiting the use of direct questions in hard sciences

E.g.Why does the brain function that way？（Informal）

Cf.Many studies have examined the reason why the brain functions that way./It remains unclear why the brain functions that way.（Formal）

●Limiting starting a sentence with conjunctions such as“and”，“but”，and“so”

E.g.Most notably，this is the first study to investigate the effectiveness of extended psychosocial intervention.And our results provide compelling evidence for long term involvement，suggesting that this approach appears to be effective in counteracting stress.（Informal）

Cf.Most notably，this is the first study to investigate the effectiveness of extended psychosocial intervention.Our results provide compelling evidence for long term involvement，suggesting that this approach appears to be effective in counteracting stress.（Formal）

●Placing adverbs within verbs rather than at the beginning or end of the sentence

E.g.The self-report questionnaire was developed by Eccles et al.（1983）originally.（Informal）

Cf.The self-report questionnaire was originally developed by Eccles et al.（1983）.（Formal）

2.Complexity

In general，RAs are complex both lexically and grammatically.The words in RAs are longer，denser，and more varied than those in common essays.Proportionately，more lexical words are used than grammatical words.Another salient feature of RA’s vocabulary is the prevalence of nominalization whose formation can be summarized below：

Grammatically speaking，RAs employ more clauses than general essays in order to express complicated ideas.Take a sentence from the Abstract on page 8 as an example：“In particular we addressed what happens if a person who prefers to kiss with the head turned to the right kisses a person who prefers to kiss with the head turned to the left.”The embedded clauses such as“what happens...”，“if a person...”，and“a person who prefers...”apparently increase the complexity of this sentence.

RAs also display an overwhelming occurrence of phrasal modifications，in particular noun phrases with multiple levels of phrasal embedding.This is known as structural compression，as shown in the following table.

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Interestingly，researchers have found that present-day RAs rely heavily on the noun-based phrases rather than clauses to add on information，as can be seen from the equivalent sentences in the following table.

Admittedly，this feature could pose comprehension difficulties for novice readers since compressed phrases result in implicit meanings.Nevertheless，this feature does enable expert readers to efficiently and quickly decode the meanings of the discourse.

3.Objectivity

Academic writers generally avoid the first person pronouns“we”and“I”to ensure the objectivity of the research.Therefore，the dominating point of view is the third person rather than the first person.Sometimes，“this paper”，“this current study”，or“the present authors”can replace the first person pronouns.

RAs tend to avoid addressing the reader as“you”.For example，“You can find the results in Section IV.”will be changed into“Results are shown in Section IV.”

Passive voiced sentences are often used to convey an impersonal tone，and to emphasize the information，the data，or the findings of the research.However，they should not be overused to create a difficult understanding for readers.

4.Precision

RAs are characterized by heavy use of data，figures，facts or other information；be precise when you give such information.For instance，“A lot of people”is a vague expression so the specific number of people should be given，for example，“50 million people”.

Likewise，qualifiers（限定语）are often employed to make a statement conform to fact or truth.Some examples are provided below.

5.Stance Taking

Despite the use of objective language，RAs are argumentative in nature.As writers，you must persuade peer readers to acknowledge your professional credibility and cite your work.You should also convince editors and reviewers of the value of your articles so that they can accept and publish your work.To make a strong argument for your articles，you must appropriately demonstrate your stance on a particular subject，or the strength of the claims you are making.This language phenomenon is“stance taking”.Four stance markers are often found in RAs：hedges（模糊语），boosters（增强语），attitudinal markers（态度标识语），and self-mentions（自我指称）.

●Hedges

Hedges are the language expressions RA writers employ to express uncertainty about a proposition（命题），and to present information as an opinion rather than absolute fact.Their function is to open possibilities of negotiations and boost the credibility and value of the research reported.Typical hedging devices are exemplified in the following table.

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Example sentences with hedges are as follows：

b.There are cases where this would seem to have been the only possible method of transmission.

Cf.There are cases where this is the only possible method of transmission.

●Boosters

Boosters，on the other side of the same coin with hedges，refer to the expressions employed to express certainty，authority and confidence about a proposition.Their function is to stress shared information，group membership，and engagement with readers about the significance of the research.Typical boosting devices are exemplified in the following table.

a.Three factors have been largely ignored in studies of oil history：...

Cf.Three factors have been ignored in studies of oil history：...

b.It is well known that searching through this landscape tends to uncover good results.

Cf.Searching through this landscape tends to uncover good results.

●Attitudinal Markers

Attitudinal stance conveys the writers’explicit attitude toward a proposition，such as emphasis，importance，surprise or frustration.Common attitudinal markers are shown in the following table.

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Example sentences with such markers are as follows：

a.Unsurprisingly，these same leaders have made it clear that，in their view，power—not

popularity—is the most important factor for political success.

Cf.These same leaders have made it clear that，in their view，power—not popularity—is the most important factor for political success

b.Hunter is right to point out that Lawrence and same-sex marriage would put queer bodies in closer contact with regulatory government institutions...

Cf.Hunter pointed out that Lawrence and same-sex marriage would put queer bodies in closer contact with regulatory government institutions...

●Self-mentions

You may have noticed that in some cases，first person plural pronouns and first person possessive adjectives are employed.Or even first personal singular appears in some RAs.Self-mentions can be used to avoid the confusion caused by passive sentences.However，it should be noted that self-mentions can also serve as stance markers，revealing authorial presence in the article.This usage may benefit your writing in two aspects：pointing out the value of your work in the research field，and stating your position in the research，especially in relation to others.

There is a disciplinary and individual variation in the use of the first person.For instance，first person pronouns often appear in the RAs of humanities and social science.It is better to check the established RAs in your field to find whether the first person pronoun is allowed.

Note that stance signals of hedges，boosters and attitudinal markers often appear in“It”clauses to convey an impersonal tone，for example，

It is unlikely/important that.../It was suggested/demonstrated that.../It is a fact/no surprise that.../It is interesting/possible to...

Also note that different stance markers can work together to achieve an effective persuasion.For instance，the expression of doubt“possibility”and the marker of certainty“strong”may coexist in one sentence“There is a strong possibility that...”

A dark side of positive illusions？

Associations between

the love-is-blind bias and the experience of jealousy

（Published in Personality and Individual Differences，2012）
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Abstract

Previous work has shown that the tendency to positively perceive a romantic partner’s physical attractiveness（i.e.，the love-is-blind bias）is associated with positive self and relationship outcomes.Here，we examined possible associations between the love-is-blind bias and a negative relational outcome，namely the experience of jealousy.A total of 217 participants provided ratings of the overall physical attractiveness of the self and their romantic partners and also completed measures of three types of jealousy（anxious，reactive，and possessive），lovestyles，and relationship satisfaction.Results showed that the love-is-blind bias positively predicted the experience of anxious jealousy even after controlling for the effects of lovestyles and relationship satisfaction.Furthermore，the love-is-blind bias was significantly and positively correlated with possessive jealousy，but did not emerge as a significant predictor once the effects of lovestyles had been taken into account.Finally，the love-is-blind bias was not significantly correlated with reactive jealousy.These results indicate that the love-is-blind bias may have a negative relational outcome.

1.Introduction

It is now widely established that，within romantic relationships，perceptions of one’s partner are frequently positively biased（Murray&Holmes，1997）.One such positive illusion has been referred to as the‘love-is-blind bias’，and refers to the tendency of romantically-involved individuals to positively perceive the physical attractiveness of their partners（for a review，see Swami&Furnham，2008a）.More specifically，positive illusions of a partner’s physical attractiveness are said to occur when an individual’s ratings of their partner are higher than some benchmark（衡量基准）.To date，studies have used different benchmarks，including ratings made of the partner by objective others（Barelds，Dijkstra，Koudenburg，&Swami，2011），ratings made by partners themselves（Barelds-Dijkstra and Barelds，2008 and Barelds and Dijkstra，2009），and self-ratings of physical attractiveness（Swami，2009；Swami and Allum，2012；Swami et al.，2007；Swami et al.，2010）.

In terms of the latter，the love-is-blind bias has been operationalized by asking participants to rate their own and their partner’s physical attractiveness against（fictional）normative data（标准数据）（Swami et al.，2007）.Given that individuals tend to rate themselves more positively than the average person，yet also rate their partners as more attractive than themselves，it has been suggested that the difference between both ratings reflects a tendency to positively perceive a partner’s physical attractiveness（Swami，Stieger，Haubner，Voracek，&Furnham，2009）.That is，differences between ratings of self and partner physical attractiveness appear to provide a useful shorthand（简约）measure of the tendency to positively perceive a partner’s physical appearance，at least relative to the self（Swami，2009；Swami and Allum，2012；Swami et al.，2007）.

It has been proposed that the love-is-blind bias serves both ego-maintenance and relationship needs（Swami&Furnham，2008a）.That is，positive illusions about one’s partner may allow for the construction of idealized images of one’s partner in the face of reality，thus contributing to self and relationship happiness（Murray&Holmes，1997）.In the long term，the love-is-blind bias may also help to maintain feelings of attachment and commitment to the relationship（Swami&Furnham，2008a）.Consistent with these views，recent work has reported that the love-is-blind bias is positively associated，albeit（虽然）weakly，with measures of self-esteem，relationship satisfaction，and romantic love directed at one’s partner，and negatively correlated with a ludic（理智的）or playful lovestyle（Swami，2011 and Swami et al.，2009）.

In addition，the available evidence suggests that the tendency to positively perceive one’s partner is negatively associated with relationship length，although the association appears to be relatively weak（r=—.14；Swami et al.，2009）.Taken together，the evidence to date would appear to suggest that the love-is-blind bias，like other positive illusions（Murray，Holmes，&Griffin，1996），helps individuals to reach a cognitive resolution between their hopes and realities about a partner.In addition，insofar as partners are positively perceived，individuals may seek to invest more in the relationship，thus maintaining a sense of security in the relationship（Swami&Furnham，2008a）.Conversely，deterioration of the relationship appears to be related to less likelihood of positively perceiving a partner’s physical appearance（Swami et al.，2009）.

Although the available research would appear to suggest that there are several positive outcomes of the love-is-blind bias，scholars have not examined possible negative outcomes.For example，in the literature on positive partner illusions，it has been noted that positive biases are associated with unsafe sexual practices，including lower likelihood of condom use（Galligan and Terry，1993 and McNeal，1997）.Similarly，Swami and Furnham（2008a）have noted the possibility of a positive association between the love-is-blind bias and the experience of jealousy，which in turn is associated with negative relational outcomes，such as conflict（Puente&Cohen，2003）.In the present study，then，we sought to examine the associations between the love-is-blind bias and the experience of jealousy among individuals in romantic relationships.

There are reasons to believe that the love-is-blind bias will be associated with feelings of jealousy.First，physical appearance plays an important role in interpersonal attraction（Swami&Furnham，2008b）and perceptions of partner physical attractiveness are positively related to levels of intimacy and commitment（Yela&Sangrador，2001）.Conversely，when an individual perceives his or her partner as having high mate value（e.g.，as a function of their physical attractiveness），they may be more likely to engage in mate retention strategies（Buss&Shackelford，1997）.That is，perceived mate value discrepancy（差异）in physical attractiveness may be associated with strategies to prevent relationship dissolution（解体），such as resource display，debasement（降低人格），threats of violence，and feelings of jealousy（Goodboy，Myers，&Members of Investigating Communication，2010）.In addition，individuals who are physically attractive may have large social networks of members of the opposite sex，which may increase feelings of jealousy in a partner.

Although jealousy can be conceptualized and measured in a number of ways，perhaps the most comprehensive is the three-factor model proposed by Buunk，1991 and Buunk，1997.This model distinguishes between three types of jealousy，namely reactive（the degree to which an individual experiences negative emotions when their partner has been unfaithful），possessive（attempts to prevent contact of their partners with individuals of the opposite sex），and anxious jealousy（a process in which an individual ruminates（认真思考）about and imagines a partner’s infidelity and experiences negative emotions as a consequence）.Unlike reactive jealousy，both anxious and possessive jealousy can be triggered in the absence of an extra-dyadic（二元的）rival（Buunk and Dijkstra，2001 and Buunk and Dijkstra，2006）and so would seem to be prime candidates for associations with the love-is-blind bias.

Utilizing Buunk（1991 and 1997）three-factor model，the present study sought to examine associations between the experience of jealousy and the love-is-blind bias.In addition to these variables，we also included measures of lovestyles and relationship satisfaction，given that these variables have been shown to predict positive illusions of a partner’s physical attractiveness in previous work（Swami，2011；Swami et al.，2009）.In the first instance，lovestyles refer to different‘love schemas’or mental models of love，that is，the different ways in which people love

（Hatfield&Rapson，1996）.In the view of Grote and Frieze（1994），there are three main lovestyles，namely romantic love with deep intensity and intimacy，game-playing love with little intensity or intimacy，and friendship-based love based on affection and trust for a likeable partner.

In previous work，Swami et al.（2009）reported that the love-is-blind bias is positively correlated with romantic love and negatively correlated with game-playing love.To our knowledge，however，no previous work has examined the associations between Grote and Frieze’s（1994）conception of lovestyles and jealousy.More importantly，it has been suggested that lovestyles are too transient to be considered stable personality traits（Morrow，Clark，&Brock，1995）.To the extent that lovestyles are malleable（可塑的）attitudes，this may explain why they only explain a small proportion of the variance in positive illusions of partner physical attractiveness（Swami et al.，2009）.This also has implications of understanding the relationship between the love-is-blind bias and jealousy：in examining the association between positive illusions and jealousy，we sought to control for the more transient lovestyles，which would provide an indication of the direct association between the two former variables.

Similarly，previous work has shown that relationship satisfaction is associated with a lower tendency to positively perceive a partner’s physical attractiveness（Swami et al.，2009），as well as more infrequent experiences of jealousy（Barelds&Barelds-Dijkstra，2007）.However，previous work has shown that relationship satisfaction may be an even weaker predictor of the love-is-blind bias than lovestyles，for which reason we sought to control for satisfaction in our study.Based on the available literature，then，we predicted that the love-is-blind bias would significantly predict the experience of both possessive and anxious jealousy once the effects of lovestyles and relationship satisfaction have been statistically controlled for.On the other hand，we did not expect a significant association between the love-is-blind bias and reactive jealousy.

2.Methods

2.1　Participants

The participants of this study were heterosexual 117 women and 100 men recruited（征集）from the community in London，England.Participants ranged in age from 19 to 54 years（M=26.94，SD=10.01）and the majority of participants were of British White descent（86.0%）.The majority of participants were dating at the time of the study（66.0%），whereas 32.0%were married，and 2.0%were engaged.Of the total sample，94.9%self-reported as being heterosexual and the remainder as being gay or lesbian.Because previous work has indicated that the love-is-blind bias does not vary as a function of sexual orientation（Swami，2009）and because of the small number of non-heterosexual participants，we pooled all participants across sexual orientation for analyses.The mean relationship length was 57.65 months（SD=101.24）.

2.2　Materials

2.2.1　Ratings of self and partner physical attractiveness

Participants completed an abbreviated version of the Estimating Physical Attractiveness Scale（Swami et al.，2007），in which they were initially presented with a normal distribution（正态分布）of attractiveness scores（M=100，SD=15）.Based on this normal distribution curve，participants were asked to rate their own overall physical attractiveness as well as that of their romantic partners（the full scale requests ratings for specific body characteristics，which were omitted for the present purposes）.Following Swami et al.（2009），a love-is-blind bias score was calculated as the difference between ratings of partner and self overall attractiveness，with higher scores reflecting a stronger tendency to positively perceive the physical attractiveness of one’s partner.

2.2.2　Jealousy

The experience of jealousy was measured using Buunk’s（1997）15-item Revised Anticipated Sexual Jealousy Scale.Five items measure the experience of reactive jealousy（1=Not at all upset，5=Extremely upset；sampleα=.69），five items the experience of possessive jealousy（1=Not applicable，5=Very much applicable；α=.76），and a further five items the experience of anxious jealousy（1=Never，5=Often；α=.87）.Subscale scores were computed as the mean of all items associated with each factor.Barelds and Barelds-Dijkstra（2007）reported that the three subscales are moderately intercorrelated（rs=.16—.46）and that women tend to have higher subscale scores than men.

2.2.3　Lovestyles

To measure participants’lovestyles，we used the Revised Lovestyle Perceptions Survey（Grote&Frieze，1994），which measures three different lovestyles，namely romantic love with deep intensity and intimacy（romantic love；4 items；α=.71），game-playing love with little intensity or intimacy（ludic love；6 items；α=.67），and friendship-based love reflecting an affectionate and trusting love for a likeable partner（FBL；9 items；α=.82）.All items were rated on a 7-point scale and subscale scores were computed as the mean of items associated with each factor.

2.2.4　Relationship satisfaction

Participants completed a 9-item measure that assessed overall satisfaction with one’s relationship，relationship quality，self-partner similarity，consideration of relationship termination，and frequency of conflict（Swami et al.，2009）.Items were rated on 7-point scales and an overall index of relationship satisfaction was computed as the mean of all items（higher scores reflect greater relationship satisfaction；α=.92）.

2.2.5　Demographics

Participants provided their demographic（人口统计的）details consisting of age，sex，ethnicity，marital status，sexual orientation，and length of relationship in months.

2.3　Procedure

Ethical approval for this study was obtained from the relevant university ethics committee.Using a snowball sampling method，three researchers recruited participants initially from their pool of personal contacts.Participants who had completed the survey were then asked to invite further participants from their own social networks.Potential participants were invited to take part in a study on love and jealousy，and to be eligible participants had to be of adult age and in a romantic relationship.All participants were provided with an information sheet about the study prior to participation and provided informed consent.Participants completed a paper-and-pencil survey and，once completed，received a debrief sheet with further information about the project and contact details of the first author.All participants took part on a voluntary basis and were not remunerated（给报酬）for participation.

3.Results

Descriptive statistics and the results of independent-groups t-tests examining sex differences on all variables included in the present study are reported in Table 1.Because of the large number of comparisons（k），we used the Bonferroni（一种统计分析方式）adjustment to reduce the chance of Type I error，such that p=（1—α）k≈1—kα=α/k=.006（Bland&Altman，1995）.Women had significantly higher scores than men on reactive and possessive jealousy，which is consistent with previous work（Barelds&Barelds-Dijkstra，2007），whereas men had significantly higher scores than women on ludic love.There were no significant sex differences on the love-is-blind bias，anxious jealousy，romantic love，friendship-based love，relationship satisfaction，and relationship length.Table 1 also reports all bivariate correlations between the study variables and，as can be seen，the love-is-blind bias was significantly and positively correlated with anxious and possessive jealousy，romantic and friendship-based love，and relationship satisfaction，and negatively correlated with ludic love.The pattern of correlations for jealousy typologies and lovestyles provide evidence of the construct validity of these constructs.

To examine whether the love-is-blind bias would predict jealousy，we conducted multiple linear regression（多重线形回归）models（forced-entry method），with anxious and possessive jealousy，respectively，as the criterion variables，and the love-is-blind bias，lovestyles，and relationship satisfaction as the predictor variables.The regression model for anxious jealousy was significant，F（6，215）=13.92，p<.001，Adj.R2
 =.23，with the love-is-blind bias emerging as a significant predictor（B=.49，SE=.15，β=.32，t=3.72，p<.001），along with ludic love（B=.31，SE=.07，β=.30，t=4.43，p<.001）and relationship satisfaction（B=—.28，SE=.12，β=—.25，t=—2.52，p=.013）.Romantic and friendship-based love did not emerge as significant predictors in this model，nor did relationship length.The regression model with possessive jealousy was likewise significant，F（6，215）=2.31，p=.024，Adj.R2
 =.03.However，the love-is-blind bias failed to emerge as a significant predictor（B=.01，SE=.01，β=.05，t=0.69，p=.246），although ludic love did（B=.13，SE=.05，β=.21，t=2.77，p<.001）.Romantic love，friendship-based love，relationship satisfaction，and relationship length did not emerge as significant predictors in this regression.

4.Discussion

Previous studies have shown that the love-is-blind bias is associated with positive self and relational outcomes，including in terms of self-esteem and relationship satisfaction（Swami，2011；Swami et al.，2009）.Here，we showed that positively perceiving the physical attractiveness of one’s partner relative to the self was also associated with greater experiences of anxious jealousy，but not possessive or reactive jealousy.Generally speaking，the present results are consistent with previous commentary（Swami&Furnham，2008a）and empirical findings（Galligan and Terry，1993；McNeal，1997）indicating that positive partner illusions may sometimes associated with negative relational outcomes.

More specifically，the present study showed that the love-is-blind bias was positively associated with anxious jealousy，even after controlling for the effects of lovestyles and relationship satisfaction.Based on these results，it might be suggested that positive illusions about a partner’s physical attractiveness may be associated with cognitions about a partner’s infidelity，regardless of whether rivals are imagined or real.That is，it appears to be the case that perceiving one’s partner as more attractive than the self is associated with feelings of anxiety and worry that the partner will be unfaithful.This may be because the partner is perceived as more attractive to extra-dyadic rivals or because the self is derogated（贬低）in relation to the partner.In some cases，this may be a cause for concern，especially to the extent that anxious jealousy as a function of perceived partner attractiveness results in relationship problems or distress（Barelds&Barelds-Dijkstra，2007）.

On the other hand，our results showed that the love-is-blind bias did not emerge as a significant predictor of possessive jealousy，once the effects of lovestyles and relationship satisfaction had been accounted for，and was not a significant correlate of reactive jealousy.A possible explanation for these findings lies in Buunk（1991 and 1997）conceptualization of reactive and possessive jealousy.The former constitutes a direct response to an actual threat to the relationship pair and may，therefore，not be strongly associated with perceived self and partner attractiveness.Meanwhile，possessive jealousy has been described as a weakened manifestation of anxious jealousy（Barelds&Barelds-Dijkstra，2007），such that anxious rumination about a partner’s imagined infidelity leads individuals to adopt possessive attitudes or behaviors.In this case，it is possible that any association between jealousy and the love-is-blind bias is more adequately captured in the relationship with anxious，rather than possessive，jealousy.

The main limitation of the present work was the reliance on a snowball sample of individuals in romantic relationships，which means that our results can only be generalized with caution（even though we avoided a reliance on college samples）.In addition，we used an abbreviated scale to measure the love-is-blind bias and，in future work，it would be useful to examine the extent to which the uncovered relationships in the present work hold when the full measure is used.Further limitations of our design include the omission of a measure of self-esteem，which has been shown to be positively associated with the love-is-blind bias（Swami et al.，2009）.Future work would also do well to examine associations between perceived mate value discrepancy，jealousy，and the love-is-blind bias，particularly as previous work has shown that the former two variables are correlated（Buss&Shackelford，1997）.Finally，future research should seek to examine data provided by romantically-involved couples concurrently，using dyadic data-analytic methods as described by Kenny，Kashy，and Cook（2006）.

These limitations notwithstanding（尽管），our results indicate that there may be a negative aspect to the love-is-blind bias，insofar as it leads to experiences of anxious jealousy.Of course，this is not to deny the possibility that some types of jealousy may be‘healthy’：Barelds and Barelds-Dijkstra（2007），for example，have suggested that reactive jealousy may constitute a‘healthy’response to relational threat.Possessive and anxious jealousy，however，may be less‘healthy’because they are triggered by imagined rivals and because their expression may become problematic.This is of particular relevance given associations between anxious jealousy and the love-is-blind bias uncovered in the present study.For relationship therapists，then，there may be some benefit in helping individuals understand the nature of positive illusions and their attitudinal and behavioral outcomes，with a view to constructing more realistic and fulfilling partner perceptions.

I.Introduction to Plagiarism

All research is based on previous work，but the way to use others’work matters.You may have borrowed someone’s words without any quotation marks or proper referencing，thinking that a little borrowing would go unnoticed，but you may have actually plagiarized other’s work.

Plagiarism is a widely discussed topic in the academic field.It remains essential to the code of academic conduct.Different universities have their own interpretation of plagiarism.Generally speaking，however，plagiarism refers to the act of using another person’s work without acknowledging it.The“work”here includes information or ideas of others published or presented as a formal public source in all kinds of forms，such as writing，data，pictures，music and other creative pieces.Plagiarism is a serious offense of others’work，generally considered as a form of cheating that damages your academic reputation，and sometimes leads to severe consequences.

Types of Plagiarism

Researchers identify three main forms of plagiarism：

1.Copying another person’s work，including the work of another student（with or without his/her consent），and claiming or pretending it is your own.

2.Presenting arguments that use a blend of your own and a significant percentage of copied words of the original author without acknowledging the source.

3.Paraphrasing another person’s work，but not giving due acknowledgement to the original writer or organization publishing the writing，including Internet sites.

Plagiarism，however，occurs in various levels.Let’s consider five students’reports of the following text written by N.A.Christakis and J.H.Fowler.

Original text

The spread of obesity in a large social network over 32 years

（Published in The New England Journal of Medicine，2007）

Analysis：

The student versions A-D show different levels of plagiarism.The first version is an outright copy of the original text，using exactly the same words as the original without any quotation or other acknowledgements.Student version B cites the source，but there are only minor changes in words compared with the original text.This version，presented on a large scale of copying，would be still considered plagiarism by many institutions.The third version is based on a partial summary of the original text，but no acknowledgment is made to both the original authors and the authors of the cited evidence.In student version D，some words are quoted directly，but the student still copies a part of the original.Also，the words outside the quotation are implied to be facts or the student’s own idea.The last version，however，is not plagiarism.It is a summary of the original text in the student’s own words and the authors are cited in a proper way.

II.Avoid Plagiarism

In order to avoid plagiarism，the first thing you should know is what to reference.You can cite references from a large scale of sources，such as journal articles，books，newspaper articles，conference papers，legal documents，DVD/CD databases，and Internet sources.Generally，information and ideas presented as formal public sources can be cited.This leaves several kinds of information in the no-need-to-reference category.They are historical overviews，authors’personal experience，ideas referenced previously，and common knowledge.Of the four kinds of information，the most difficult to define is“common knowledge”，given the disagreement on the understanding of common knowledge among academics.Researchers summarize two main elements of common knowledge.The first one is publicity.Common knowledge is believed to be circulating freely，publicly and without the restraint of copyright.Also，there is no significant disagreement with its credibility.This kind of knowledge includes such information as the birth and death dates of well-known people，the authorship of books，or other undisputable facts.The other element of common knowledge is universality within a subject area or discipline.Common knowledge does not need to be known by all academic fields，but it is supposed to be shared vocabulary within a subject or discipline.For instance，communicative approach is a commonly used teaching method in language education.There is no need to credit or paraphrase conventional phrases like this.However，it is better to cite the source if you have any doubt in its universality in the related field.

Three techniques are often used to avoid plagiarism：quotation，paraphrasing，and summarizing.In all the cases，you should cite the sources in the format according to the requirements of your chosen journal or the instructions of your teacher.

1.How to Quote

Quotations from reliable sources are good supporting details.Quotations are often used when

●you use the author as an authoritative voice；

●you want to explain or comment on them；

●the author’s words are so powerful that you find it difficult to paraphrase them.

There are two types of quotations：direct and indirect.The direct quotation is the act of using another person’s exact words and put them in quotation marks.The indirect quotation，however，does not include quotation marks，but a reporting expression is needed to introduce the quote.In either way，a proper use of reporting expression would help you connect a quotation with the rest of your text.The following examples are quoted from the extracted text from the article The spread of obesity in a large social network over 32 years（Christakis，N.A.，&Fowler，J.H.，2007）.

Original text：

Having obese social contacts might change a person’s attitude for being obese or might influence his or her adoption of specific behaviors（e.g.，smoking，eating，and exercising）.

Direct quotation：

Christakis，N.A.，&Fowler，J.H.（2007）state，“Having obese social contacts might change a person’s attitude for being obese or might influence his or her adoption of specific behaviors（e.g.，smoking，eating，and exercising）.”（p.370）

Indirect quotation：

Christakis，N.A.，&Fowler，J.H.（2007）argue that having obese social contacts might change a person’s attitude for being obese or might influence his or her adoption of specific behaviors（e.g.，smoking，eating，and exercising）.（p.370）

There are some tips for using quotations：

a.Make sure that the quotations are relevant to your work.Don’t overquote simply to show how much you have read.Comment on or explain the quotation if necessary.

b.Choose the reporting expressions that correspond to the quoted text.Some reporting expressions are listed below.You may also refer to Unit 5 for more reporting verbs.
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c.Longer quotations（more than three lines or 40 words）should be put on a new line in block form，with no quotation marks.

2.How to Paraphrase

Paraphrasing is a way of reproducing a short section of text，such as phrases and sentences.It involves restating，interpreting or clarifying another person’s idea in one’s own words.Paraphrasing is used when

●you express another person’s idea in your own words；

●you avoid copying another person’s words；

●you show how you understand the original text；

●you use it as an alternative for quotation.

There are some tips for paraphrasing：

a.Take notes while you read the text for paraphrasing.Take down important information，including main points，author and journal information.

b.Put aside the original text and paraphrase from the notes.

c.Change the sentence structure.You may break long sentences，combine short ones，or add additional words to explain the original ones.Changing the voice（active/passive）or changing word forms would help as well.You may also begin your sentence with one specific point of the original text，based on your writing intent.For example：

Original text：

Through in-depth interviews，this paper identifies a range of problems which confront Hong Kong Chinese scholars in writing for publication in English.

Paraphrase 1：

In-depth interviews are employed to investigate the problems for Hong Kong Chinese scholars in English academic writing.

Paraphrase 2：

It has been found that Hong Kong Chinese scholars have a variety of problems in English academic writing.

d.Use synonyms to replace the original words/phrases.It’s not necessary，however，to change those that express common knowledge.

e.Make sure that your paraphrase does not change the author’s attitude.

f.Check the paraphrased version with the original text to see if the paraphrase reflects the essence of the original.

3.How to Summarize

Summarizing focuses on the general meaning of a longer text.Attention is given to the main idea of longer sections，such as a long paragraph，an article or a chapter.Summarizing is used when

●you give an overview of a research project.

●you reduce a long text to a few words to support your argument.

There are some tips for summarizing：

a.Understand the text for summarizing as a whole and highlight the main points in each part.

b.Choose the major points for your notes and leave out details.

c.Organize the notes in your own words.Summarize the major points rather than paraphrase a few sentences of the original text.

Let’s take the following paragraph as an example：

Is globalization reducing poverty and inequality？

（Published in World Development，2004）

Rising inequality between countries impacts directly the national political economy in the poorer states，as rich people who earlier compared themselves to others in their neighborhood now compare themselves to others in the United States or Western Europe，and feel deprived and perhaps angry.Inequality above moderate levels may，for example，predispose the elites to become more corrupt as they compare themselves to elites in rich countries.They may squeeze their own populations in order to sustain a comparable living standard，enfeebling（削弱）whatever norms of citizenship have emerged and preventing the transition from an“oligarchic”（寡头政治的）elite，concerned to maximize redistribution upward and contain protests by repression，to an‘‘establishment’’elite，concerned to protect its position by being seen to operate fairly.Likewise，rapidly widening between-country inequality in current exchange rate terms feeds back into stress in public services，as the increasing foreign exchange cost of imports，debt repayment and the like has to be offset by cuts in budgets for health，education，and industrial policy.


The key points of this paragraph can be summarized as follows：

Wade（2004）argues that rising inequality between countries has direct negative impact on the national economy of poorer states.The inequality causes great dissatisfaction among rich people when they compare themselves to elites in developed nations.They may，in turn，take advantage of their resources to protect the privilege and prevent the evolution to a fairer society.Also，budget cuts in public services are caused partly by the current exchange rate terms affected by the inequality between countries.（p.16）

2.These limitations notwithstanding，our results indicate that there may be a negative aspect to the love-is-blind bias，insofar as it leads to experiences of anxious jealousy.Of course，this is not to deny the possibility that some types of jealousy may be‘healthy’：Barelds and Barelds-Dijkstra（2007），for example，have suggested that reactive jealousy may constitute a‘healthy’response to relational threat.Possessive and anxious jealousy，however，may be less‘healthy’because they are triggered by imagined rivals and because their expression may become problematic.This is of particular relevance given associations between anxious jealousy and the love-is-blind bias uncovered in the present study.For relationship therapists，then，there may be some benefit in helping individuals understand the nature of positive illusions and their attitudinal and behavioral outcomes，with a view to constructing more realistic and fulfilling partner perceptions.

I.Introduction

Documenting sources is an essential feature of RA writing.That is，in writing an RA you will typically use information from sources such as your textbooks，lab manuals，reference books，and articles published in academic journals.When you use information from sources，you need to tell the readers where the information comes from and where the readers can locate the sources.This is documenting sources or citations.

Functions

The first purpose of the citation is to give credit to the sources，demonstrating that a paper is directly influenced by those cited works.Such an acknowledgement also helps the writers avoid the chances of academic plagiarism.Finally，citations enable those interested readers to retrieve the sources.This is why a source-documentation should be accurate，reliable，and complete.

Structural

There are many different forms of documentation，varying across academic fields.However，even within the same academic field there are different forms because journals may adopt their own systems in their articles.Generally speaking，there are three basic systems of documentation in science and engineering：the author-date system，the alphabet-number system，and the citation-order system.All these systems document sources both in the text and after the text.The former is known as In-text Citations and the latter End-of-text Citations，or References.

The following are brief descriptions of these three basic systems：

1.The Author-Date System

In-text Citations：When you cite the source of information in the RA，you give the names of authors and the date of publication.

a.Jenkins and Busher（1979）report that beavers eat several kinds of herbaceous plants as well as the leaves，twigs，and bark of most species of woody plants that grow near water.

b.Beavers have been shown to be discriminate eaters of hardwoods（Crawford，Hooper，and Harlow 1976）.

References：The sources are listed at the end of the RA in alphabetical order according to the last name of the first author，as in the following book and article.For example，

a.Crawford，H.S.，R.G.Hooper，and R.F Harlow.1976.Woody Plants Selected by Beavers in the Appalachian and Valley Province.Upper Darby，PA：U.S.Department of Agriculture.

b.Jenkins，S.H.，and P.E.Busher.1979.Castor canadensis.Mammalian Species.120：1—8.

2.The Alphabet-Number System

In-text Citations：When you cite the source of information in the RA，you give a number in parentheses that corresponds to the number of the source in the alphabetical listing in the“References.”For example，

a.Jenkins and Busher report that beavers eat several kinds of herbaceous plants as well as the leaves，twigs，and bark of most species of woody plants that grow near water（4）.

b.Beavers have been shown to be discriminate eaters of hardwoods（3）.

References：The sources are listed in alphabetical order and numbered accordingly，as in the following book and article.

a.Crawford，H.S.，R.G.Hooper，and R.F Harlow.1976.Woody Plants Selected by Beavers in the Appalachian and Valley Province.Upper Darby，PA：U.S.Department of Agriculture.

b.Jenkins，S.H.，and P.E.Busher.1979.Castor canadensis.Mammalian Species.120：1—8.

3.The Citation-Order System（typically used in engineering—IEEE documentation）

In-text Citations：When you cite the source of information in the RA，you give a number in brackets that corresponds to the number of the source listed in the order in which they appear in the RA，the source listed first as“［1］/[1]
 ”，the next source“［2］/[2]
 ”，etc.For example，

a.Jenkins and Busher report that beavers eat several kinds of herbaceous plants as well as the leaves，twigs，and bark of most species of woody plants that grow near water[1]
 .

b.Beavers have been shown to be discriminate eaters of hardwoods[2]
 .

References：The sources are listed in the order in which they are cited in the RA，as in the following book and article.For example，

a.S.H.Jenkins and P.E.Busher，“Castor canadensis，”Mammalian Species.Vol.20，Jan.1979.

b.H.S.Crawford，R.G.Hooper，and R.F Harlow，Woody Plants Selected by Beavers in the Appalachian and Valley Province.Upper Darby，PA：U.S.Department of Agriculture，1976.


As within each citation system，there are different styles adopted by different academic disciplines.We take the APA（American Psychological Association）style as an example to explain citations in details.


II.In-text Citations in APA Format

APA style uses the author-date citation system.To insert a citation in the text，include the author’s last name and the year of publication，for example，

For a direct quotation，include the page number or specific location of the phrase or sentences in the original work.If you are referring to an idea from another work but NOT directly quoting the material，or making reference to an entire book，article or other work，you only have to make reference to the author and year of publication and not the page number in your in-text reference.（Jones，1998）

1.Capitalization，Quotes，and Italics/Underlining

●Always capitalize proper nouns，including author names and initials：D.Jones.

●If you refer to the title of a source within your paper，capitalize all words that are four letters long or greater within the title of a source：Permanence and Change.Exceptions apply to short words that are verbs，nouns，pronouns，adjectives，and adverbs：Writing New Media，There Is Nothing Left to Lose.

（Note：In your References list，only the first word of a title will be capitalized：Writing new media.）

●When capitalizing titles，capitalize both words in a hyphenated compound word：Natural-Born Cyborgs.

●Capitalize the first word after a dash or colon：“Defining Film Rhetoric：The Case of Hitchcock’s Vertigo.”

●Italicize or underline the titles of longer works such as books，edited collections，movies，television series，documentaries，or albums：The Closing of the American Mind；The Wizard of Oz；Friends.

●Put quotation marks around the titles of shorter works such as journal articles，articles from edited collections，television series episodes，and song titles：“Multimedia Narration：Constructing Possible Worlds”；“The One Where Chandler Can’t Cry.”

2.Short Quotations

If you are directly quoting from a work，you will need to include the author，year of publication，and the page number for the reference（preceded by“p.”）.Introduce the quotation with a signal phrase that includes the author’s last name followed by the date of publication in parentheses.

a.According to Jones（1998），“Students often had difficulty using APA style，especially when it was their first time”（p.199）.

b.Jones（1998）found“students often had difficulty using APA style”（p.199）；what implications does this have for teachers？

If the author is not named in a signal phrase（a phrase introducing a citation），place the author’s last name，the year of publication，and the page number in parentheses after the quotation.

She stated，“Students often had difficulty using APA style”（Jones，1998，p.199），but she did not offer an explanation as to why.

3.Long Quotations

Place direct quotations that are 40 words，or longer，in a free-standing block of typewritten lines，and omit quotation marks.Start the quotation on a new line，indented 1/2 inch from the left margin，i.e.，in the same place you would begin a new paragraph.Type the entire quotation on the new margin，and indent the first line of any subsequent paragraph within the quotation 1/2 inch from the new margin.Maintain double-spacing throughout.The parenthetical citation should come after the closing punctuation mark.For example：

Jones’s（1998）study found the following：

Students often had difficulty using APA style，especially when it was their first time citing sources.This difficulty could be attributed to the fact that many students failed to purchase a style manual or to ask their teacher for help.（p.199）

4.Summary or Paraphrase

If you are paraphrasing an idea from another work，you only have to make reference to the author and year of publication in your in-text reference，but APA guidelines encourage you to also provide the page number（although it is not required.）

According to Jones（1998），APA style is a difficult citation format for first-time learners.

APA style is a difficult citation format for first-time learners（Jones，1998，p.199）.

APA style has a series of important rules on using author names as part of the author-date system.There are additional rules for citing indirect sources，electronic sources，and sources without page numbers.

5.Citing an Author or Authors
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6.Introductions，Prefaces，Forewords，and Afterwords

When citing an Introduction，Preface，Foreword，or Afterwords in-text，cite the appropriate author and year as usual.For example：

（Funk&Kolln，1992）

7.Personal Communication

For interviews，letters，e-mails，and other person-to-person communication，cite the communicator’s name，the fact that it was personal communication，and the date of the communication.Do not include personal communication in the reference list.For example：

a.（E.Robbins，personal communication，January 4，2001）.

b.A.P.Smith also claimed that many of her students had difficulties with APA style（personal communication，November 3，2002）.

8.Citing Indirect Sources

If you use a source that was cited in another source，name the original source in your signal phrase.List the secondary source in your reference list and include the secondary source in the parentheses.

Johnson argued that...（as cited in Smith，2003，p.102）.

9.Electronic Sources

If possible，cite an electronic document the same as any other document by using the author-date style.

Kenneth（2000）explained...

10.Unknown Author and Unknown Date

If no author or date is given，use the title in your signal phrase or the first word or two of the title in the parentheses and use the abbreviation“n.d.”（for“no date”）.

Another study of students and research decisions discovered that students succeeded with tutoring（“Tutoring and APA，”n.d.）.

11.Sources without Page Numbers

When an electronic source lacks page numbers，you should try to include information that will help readers find the passage being cited.When an electronic document has numbered paragraphs，use the abbreviation“para.”followed by the paragraph number，for example（Hall，2001，para.5）.If the paragraphs are not numbered and the document includes headings，provide the appropriate heading and specify the paragraph under that heading.Note that in some electronic sources，like Web pages，people can use the Find function in their browser to locate any passages you cite.

Note：Never use the page numbers of Web pages you print out；different computers print Web pages with different pagination（分页）.

III.End-of-text Citations in APA Format

In APA style，the end-of-text citation is a reference list entitled“References”.It consists of all the sources cited in the text and lists them alphabetically.All the entries of citations appeared in the text should be included in References.Note that it is not Bibliography in such documentation style as Chicago Manual of Style.A Bibliography includes both cited and un-cited sources which the author has consulted or intends to recommend to readers.

Different sources require different ways to reference.Below are the basic guidelines for the most frequently credited sources.

Note that the APA reference requires a hanging indent from the second line on（第二行开始缩进），usually with 5 spaces.

1.Author（s）

The following table illustrates how to provide the information of author（s）.
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If you cite two or more works by the same author，list the entries by the year with the earliest comes first.If you use more than one source by the same author published in the same year，list them alphabetically by article titles and give letter suffixes to the year，for example，“Swales，J.（2012 a），Swales，J”（2012 b）.If the same author is cited as both a single author and a co-author in different sources，list the one-author entry first.

2.Books

They are cited in the following template：

Author（s）.（Publication date）.Title.Place of publication：Publisher.

Note：Put titles in italics，and capitalize only the first word of title and subtitle and proper nouns.

3.Articles from Print Periodicals

They are cited in this template：

Note：Date of publication of article includes year and month for monthly publications，and year，month and day for daily or weekly publications.Title of article is not given in italics，but title of publication should be in italics.Supply volume number in italics and issue number if given.For example：

In addition to the publication information（see Print Periodicals，above），DOI（Digital Object Identifier）number，if available，should also be given.If the DOI number is not available，APA recommends giving the URL（Uniform Resource Locator or web address，which can be found in the address bar of your browser）of the publication.If the URL is not known，include the database name and accession number，for example，Retrieved from ERIC database（ED496394）.Do not place any punctuation after the URL as it may be seen as part of the web address.For example，
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5.Articles in Online Journals，Magazines，and Newspapers

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Note that if the address of an entire website has been provided within your text，you do not need to include this website in your reference list.Take the following in-text sentence as an example：“The APA Style website is a good source of information on using APA style properly（http：//www.apastyle.org）.”.

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Note that Wikis are collaborative web pages where anyone can write and edit.As for date，provide as much information as you can.If there is only year of publication，then cite the year only.If the information of year，month and day of publication can be found，cite them all in this way：（2006，September 7）.However，if no publication date is available，write“n.d”for“no date”.

I.Introduction

Introduction sections are the beginning part of RAs，though in some journals and disciplines the subhead of“Introduction”may be omitted.A standard Introduction section runs from one short paragraph up to two pages.An excessively long Introduction，however，may lessen readers’interest.Journals set various word limits for this section.Therefore，check the instructions to authors before you write for a target journal.Of course，just because it comes first does not mean that it should be composed first.You may delay writing this section until you can make sense of your research data or until you have finished an easier section such as Methods.

The functions，structural and language features of an effective Introduction are outlined below.

Functions

A self-evident function of an Introduction section is to present the current research，especially introducing its objective（s）.This section also aims at acquainting readers，including peer researchers，editors and journal reviewers，with the background behind the research so that they can better understand and appreciate the work.Another significant function is to compete for professional acceptance and recognition by establishing the importance of a field of study and the RA’s contribution to that domain.

Structural Features

In this book，the structure of RAs’sections is analyzed and described in terms of“move”（语步）.A move is a unit of the text’s content.It indicates the communicative purpose of a particular part of the text，which can be a phrase or paragraphs.A move may consist of several sub-moves.

Conventional Introduction sections are composed of three Moves，as demonstrated in Fig.1.
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Figure 1　Move structure of the Introduction section of an RA



This move structure builds upon the link between prior studies（Move 1）and the gap in prior studies（Move 2），and the link between the gap in prior studies（Move 2）and the present research（Move 3）.The logic behind the two links suggests the value of the present research and increases the chances of academic recognition of the RA.

Move 2 plays a very important role in this structure，bridging Move 1 and Move 3，and indicating the author’s academic contribution.This move can be very simple and brief，integrated into Move 1，or rather lengthy，followed by detailed explanation or justification of the research motivation.

Although citations of relevant literature can occur throughout the Introduction section，Move 1.1 tends to cite general references while Move 1.2 individual studies.（In some RAs，Move 1.2 can be developed into a separate section，i.e.，Literature Review.）In the absence of a separate Literature Review section，Move 1.2 can be very extensive，incorporating relevant topics，related research and important concepts.

When the research topic is multi-faceted，relatively new or potentially controversial，move cycles can occur between Move 1.2 and Move 2，or between Move 2 and Move 3.1.

For most Introductions，the order of the moves is quite reliable，but variations do exist.For instance，some RAs in the field of humanities may start with Move 3.1 and proceed to Move 1 and Move 2.Many sub-moves can be optional in different academic disciplines and journals.For example，Move 1.1 may not be found in some RAs in the well-established areas of medical science or engineering.

As can be seen in Fig.1，the structure of Introductions is in the shape of a“funnel”or an“inverted pyramid”，starting with general background information on the topic，becoming narrow，and finally reaching the specific purpose of the study.

Read the following Introduction，which follows the structure mentioned above.Numbers are added in front of the sentences to facilitate the analysis，and useful sentence patterns and phrases are highlighted in bold.
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Language Features

Moves are realized in phrases and sentence patterns.The sentence patterns in the following sequence outline the structure of the above sample，“...have long been concerned about...Accumulating evidence indicates...The mechanisms underlying...，however，are not yet well understood.To determine...，the current study examined...”.

The following sentence patterns and phrases are frequently and typically used as signals of different moves of the Introduction’s structure.Combinations of these patterns often appear in Introduction sections.In other words，they are the“building blocks”of Introductions.If you learn them by heart and use them actively，you will find writing an Introduction is fairly easy.

1.Establish the importance of a research area
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Note：The dominant tenses here are the Present Simple and the Present Perfect.The former indicates a permanent situation or a situation like truth or fact；the latter，however，is considered more relevant to the present situation.

2.Review relevant studies in the area

Note：A more specific explanation of citation styles can be found in Unit 3 and of reporting verbs in Unit 5.

3.Indicate a gap in previous research
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Note：When presenting a gap，try to avoid strong criticism and use respectful and impersonal expressions instead.

4.Extend previous knowledge in some way.
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5.State the purpose or the nature of the study.
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Note：If you describe a paper，the present tense is normally used；if you introduce a study，use the past tense since the work was already finished when you do the writing.But there could be exceptions.For example，by the time of writing，your work may not be completed and you are reporting only partial results.In that case，a description of the work in the present tense makes sense.

6.State the hypotheses of the present research.
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7.State the value of the present research.
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8.Indicate the structure of the present paper.

The beneficial effects of physical activity on obesity and related health outcomes are generally well understood.1
 In high and middle income countries however，lifestyles have become increasingly sedentary（不活动的），and physical inactivity has become the fourth leading risk factor for premature mortality.2
 Declining rates of functional active travel have contributed to this population-level decrease in physical activity，and ecological evidence suggests that rising levels of obesity are more pronounced in settings with greater declines in active travel.3 4
 Active commuting to work has been strongly recommended by the UK National Institute for Health and Care Excellence（NICE）as a feasible way of incorporating greater levels of physical activity into daily life.5
 Data from the 2011 census（人口调查）show that in England and Wales 23.7 million individuals regularly commute to a workplace——more than half of the 41.1 million adults of working age covered by the census.6
 With 67%modal share（使用率），private motorised transport is by far the most common commuting mode reported，followed by public transport（18%），walking（11%），and cycling（3%）.6
 Policies designed to effect a population-level modal shift to more active modes of work commuting therefore present major opportunities for public health improvement.

Studies consistently suggest that use of active commuting modes translates into higher levels of overall individual physical activity.7-9
 A recent UK study provided 103 commuters with accelerometers for seven days and found that total weekday physical activity was 45%higher in participants who walked to work compared with those who commuted by car，while no differences in sedentary activity or weekend physical activity were observed between the two groups.9
 However，the definition of“active commuting”should not be limited to walking and cycling.Previous research has suggested that travelling by public transport involves significantly more exertion（运动）than using private transport，as walking is generally required between public transport hubs and journey origins and destinations.
 10
 However，there is limited research on the potential population health benefits of encouraging the use of public transportation.


Systematic reviews generally suggest that active commuters have a lower risk of self reported overweight.11 12
 Recent research by Laverty et al found that active commuting was associated with a lower likelihood of self reported overweight based on data from a large，nationally representative UK study.13
 However，there is a lack of evidence linking active commuting to objectively measured markers of obesity.A recent，wide ranging，systematic review of the evidence for health benefits of active travel concluded that there is little robust evidence of the effectiveness of active transport interventions for reducing obesity.14
 The authors called for stronger study designs using objectively measured exposure and outcomes，and greater efforts to address potential confounding（混淆因素）such as by non-travel physical activity.15


The aim of the present study is to investigate the relationship between active commuting and two objectively measured markers of obesity using Understanding Society，the UK Household Longitudinal Study（UKHLS），a large，nationally representative dataset.

Understanding and avoiding plagiarism

（Published in Library&Information Science Research，2005）

1.Introduction

（1）Plagiarism has become a major issue in universities worldwide，with the contribution of the Internet to the problem being particularly emphasized（e.g.，McCabe，2004）.（2）The literature on the issue，particularly at the tertiary education level（大学教育），is now prolific（e.g.，Marsden，Hicks，&Bundy，2004）.（3）A consequence is that a number of software packages now exist，which are specifically designed to detect plagiarism in written documents（e.g.，Turnitin.com）.

（4）One of the widely discussed problems is that of agreement on what constitutes plagiarism.（5）Interpretation of the degree of similarity that is appropriate between an original source and an alleged（有嫌疑的）copy varies.（6）For example，the U.S.Office of Research Integrity（1994）provides a working definition of plagiarism as“both the theft or misappropriation of intellectual property and the substantial unattributed textual copying of another’s work”and is concerned with“the unattributed verbatim or nearly verbatim（逐字的）copying of sentences and paragraphs which materially mislead the ordinary reader regarding the contributions of the author.”（7）University plagiarism guidelines，though，often note that plagiarism goes beyond extensive verbatim copying to include other types of plagiarism.

（8）For example，a writing guide for Harvard students describes four kinds of plagiarism：“an uncited idea...，an uncited structure or organizing strategy...，uncited information or data from a source...，and a verbatim phrase or passage that isn’t quoted”（Harvey，1995）.（9）Whether a student copies verbatim or simply rephrases the ideas of another without properly acknowledging the source，the theft is the same.

（10）The major newspaper of Australian universities，Campus Review，discusses a report commissioned（委托）by the University of Newcastle in the wake of a number of plagiarism allegations at the university（Rivers，2004）.（11）Rivers（2004）quotes the report as finding no accepted definition of plagiarism at the university and as recommending that the university“develop a consistent and shared definition of plagiarism...that removes any sense of dishonesty as a necessary component of plagiarism”（p.10）.（12）Noting that Australian universities now have many international students，Rivers quotes the report directly：

By defining plagiarism in the manner proposed it would then be open to the university to educate its members in the requirements without it seeming that the policy calls into question the honesty and integrity of cultures with a different approach to matters such as authorship and learning.（p.10）

（13）If this is the situation at university level，it would seem that issues of plagiarism and effective information use are not being addressed adequately at secondary level（中学教育）.

（14）This article reports on a project undertaken at a country high school in New South Wales（NSW），Australia，during the early months of 2004.（15）The study is based on previous research conducted with Year 11 students in Alberta，Canada，and Texas，USA（McGregor，1993；McGregor&Streitenberger，1998）.（16）The earlier research identified a tentative relationship between whether students demonstrated an orientation to processes such as making sense，seeking meaning，thinking，learning，or doing research and the way in which they used the information they located（including the degree of plagiarism）during a curriculum-based research project using the school library.（17）Because the nature of that relationship was unclear，further study was deemed necessary，not only to determine whether the earlier Canadian and U.S.findings are also relevant in Australian schools，but also to clarify what that relationship might be.

●What do secondary students know about appropriate information use？

●Do they understand plagiarism and are they able to recognize it when it occurs？

●Does their understanding match their information use behavior？

1.Introduction

（4）While some research studies and zoos themselves have started thinking about which behaviours are most appropriate to request（Smith，2009；Smith，Curtis，&van Dijk，2010），investigations into the optimal number of target behaviour requests have not been undertaken，particularly in the context of their effect on visitors’experiences.（5）On the one hand，if there are too many requests，zoo visitors may get the feeling that they are being harassed（骚扰）by the zoo to the point where their visit becomes less enjoyable.

（6）Furthermore，too many requests may lead to visitors switching off and ignoring requests for target behaviours，a point termed‘wearout’in marketing（Corkindale&Newall，1978）.（7）On the other hand，by asking more，zoos may increase their chance of influencing visitors’behaviour.（8）While the impact of multiple requests on conservation behaviour is of interest，this paper focuses on the how the number of requests to perform them affects visitors’experiences，essentially asking the question—how many is too many？

●Research to date suggests that 5-and 6-year-old children in one Western culture，the United States，already react negatively to others stealing credit for ideas（Olson&Shaw，2011）and value the creation of ideas over other types of work（Li，Shaw，&Olson，2013）.

●Likewise，Kaufman and Fetters（1980）noted that men and women in the same occupation（accounting）valued both extrinsic and intrinsic aspects of their work.

●Moreover，no studies to date have considered the contributions of women’s IPV in examining children’s adjustment problems within families characterized by severe men’s IPV.

●The rest of this paper is set out as follows.In Section 2 we introduce notation and present the problem description.Our new formulation is explained in Section 3.Cuts for our new formulation are outlined in Section 4.In Section 5 we detail the testing of our formulation，and summarize the results of these tests.Finally，in Section 6 we give some concluding remarks.

A：Oh，this is a very popular topic in the field of academic English in recent years.

S：Yes.In fact back in 1991 Professor Sinclair already pointed out the formulaic nature of language.Today scholars have found that formulaic sequences are everywhere in both written and oral texts.According to Erman and Warren’s estimation in 2000，there may be about 52.3%of formulaic sequences in written texts.So it is of no surprise that such sequences have become a focus of the study on academic texts.They are so frequent that they can decide the quality of students’academic papers.

A：Good，but is this backed up by any research？

S：Yes.By a famous scholar Lewis in 1997.He said if students of English as a second language，or L2 learners use formulaic sequences，their academic writing will be better.And Jones and Haywood’s study in 2004 proved Lewis’s idea.

A：OK.I’m sure there are quiet a lot of perspectives to this topic.Which sub-topic are you specifically interested in？

S：You are right.You know I want to become an EAP teacher in the future，so I want to know how to teach and learn academic formulaic sequences.

A：This is a practical angle.

S：Yes！Most scholars believe academic formulaic sequences cannot be mastered by incident.Meunier argued for the same idea in 2012.He also suggested the approach of explicit learning in academic classes.

A：OK.Then is that what you want to study？

S：Yes.The approach of explicit learning.Or focused learning.I also believe it’s a very effective strategy.But to my surprise，I found little research about it.And even classroom-based instructions were seldom reported.Actually，professor Hyland also identified this problem in 2012.

A：Then，what’s exactly the purpose of your study？

S：I want to know the effect of focused instruction on L2 learners’acquisition of formulaic sequences.

A：Will you mention your principal findings，and the structure of your paper in the Introduction section？

S：Well，I don’t think so.These moves are seldom used in the journal I intended to contribute（投稿）.

A：Will you mention the significance of your study？

S：I think I will talk about it briefly in the Introduction，though not all the writers in my target journal do so.I think this is a very important element of my research—to tell academic teachers if focused training is beneficial for L2 students to learn to use formulaic sequences.If yes，they should definitely do it in their classes.

A：OK.How do you define“formulaic sequences”by the way？To my knowledge，there are various definitions，right？

S：You are right.They are also called lexical bundles，lexical formulas，or multi-word constructions.In my opinion，there are two important characteristics of formulaic sequences：fixed combinations of words，and being stored and retrieved（提取）as a whole.A lot of studies such as Wray（2002），Ding（2007），and Wood（2006）focus on these two features.

A：Good！Now you are ready to finish up your Introduction section.

Objectives

I.Introduction to Literature Review Sections

A Literature Review is a critical analysis of the relevant work in a field，involving summary，classification，comparison and contrast，and evaluation of published sources.Unlike a bibliography，a Literature Review is not simply a list of summary of each source.It is more of synthesis and evaluation of the sources you have collected.In an RA，a Literature Review can be incorporated into any section，particularly in the Introduction as discussed in Unit 4，or stand alone as a separate section with different subtitles like“Review of Literature”，“Historical Background”，or“Related Work”.

This unit deals with the independent section of Literature Review occurring after Introduction and before Methods sections.To prepare for a review writing，you should formulate a research topic or problem，obtain the sources to be included，and decide on how to effectively group and synthesize those sources.The functions，structural features and language features of an effective Literature Review are outlined below.

Functions

The major functions of the Literature Review include providing a solid background for your research and demonstrating your knowledge of the topic under investigation.Another important purpose is to indicate how your research is built upon previous studies，justifying the original contribution of your study through positioning your research in a larger field.

Structural Features

Generally speaking，Literature Review sections have four moves，as shown below.
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Figure 1　Move structure of the Literature Review of an RA

Note that not every Literature Review contains all these moves or follows exactly the same order as shown in the above figure.Different academic disciplines and journals have their own conventions.Sometimes，Move 3 is embedded into Move 2，or Move 4 may be elevated to a separate section following the Literature Review.Subheadings are often adopted in a complicated review，usually coupled with the cyclicity of Moves 2，3 and 4.

The focus of the Literature Review varies according to the different natures of studies.Common focuses are research findings，research methods，theories，applications，or the combinations of these individual goals.

Two prevailing organizational patterns of the sources are chronological（时间的）and thematic（主题的）orders.The chronological pattern follows the order of time when the sources were published.It is effective in defining a fundamental concept and explaining how it evolves.In a thematic pattern，several issues related to the present research are addressed.In some cases，the two patterns may be combined.

The following excerpt of a Literature Review demonstrates the four moves of the above structure.Numbers are added in front of the sentences to facilitate the analysis and useful sentence patterns and phrases are highlighted in bold.
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Language Features

The language of Literature Review sections can be analyzed in terms of five factors：citations，reporting verbs，criticality，tense choices，and sentence patterns.

1.Citations

The three main strategies to cite a source（i.e.，direct quotation，paraphrase，and summary）have been introduced in Unit 2，and the information on citation format can be found in Unit 3.It should also be noted that there are two styles of citation：integral and non-integral citation.

●Integral Citations：

Example：Rook（1987）uses a phenomenological approach to examine consumers’impulse buying.

Here，the cited author’s name is included as a part of the sentence.

●Non-integral Citations

Example：An ethnographic examination of activities at a swap meet produced four themes：freedom versus rules，boundaries versus transitions，competition versus cooperation，and sacred versus profane（Belk，Sherry&Wallendorf，1988）.

The cited authors’names are not integrated into the sentence itself，but placed in parentheses at the end of the sentence.

Generally speaking，integral citations place emphasis on the cited author，while non-integral citations emphasize the cited content.

2.Reporting Verbs

In the Literature Review section，the authors often employ such verbs as“show，remark，note，find，propose，examine”to elicit（引出）citation and to discuss previous literature.These verbs are the reporting verbs.A description of the usage of common reporting verbs is summarized in the following table.

Table 1　Reporting verbs and their functions
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Be careful about the reporting verbs in the last two rows in the above table for they convey subtle evaluation of the cited work.Choosing wrong verbs may confuse the readers and selecting inappropriate verbs may weaken the strength of your argument.

The disciplinary preferences of reporting verbs are shown in the following table.

Table 2　Most frequent reporting forms by disciplines
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3.Expressions of Criticality

Literature Review sections are characterized by the use of expressions of criticality，including concession（让步）patterns and attitudinal markers.Concession patterns are often introduced by“while...，despite...，however，nevertheless”.Attitudinal markers have been introduced in the language features of RAs in Unit 1.

Take a sentence in the excerpt on page 79 as an example：“Although knowledge of shopping，shopping motivations，and shopper types is considerable，and various methods and approaches have been applied to study shopping，the need to understand what shopping actually means persists，including the role that shopping plays in modern-day consumers’complex lives.”The concession pattern，“Although...”，together with the attitude expressions“need”and“persist”，effectively presents the author’s critical comment on the previous literature，including its strengths and weaknesses.Therefore，these language devices help formulate the question that needs further research，leading to the purpose of the author’s study.

4.Tense Choices

In general，three main tense patterns are adopted：

Table 3　Tense choices in Literature Review
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Although writers have certain options in choosing tenses，remember that disciplinary conventions do exist.

5.Sentence Patterns

The moves and sub-moves in a Literature Review section can be realized in phrases and sentence patterns.The sentence patterns in the following sequence outline the structure of the sample Literature Review：“One stream of research on...centers on...A...examination of...produced four themes...Thompson et al.（1990）use a...approach to describe...Rook（1987）uses a...approach to examine...In a comprehensive examination of...，Miller（1998）developed a...theory with three themes...The current study explores whether...Although knowledge of...is considerable，and various methods and approaches have been applied to study...，the need to understand...persists.To clarify the significance and meaning of...，this research relies on...”

The impact of in-service teacher education on language teachers’beliefs

（Published in System，2011）

1.1　Literature Review

（1）Beliefs have been defined from a range of psychological and philosophical perspectives（see，for example，[Abelson，1979]，[Nespor，1987]，[Pajares，1992]and[Woolfolk Hoy et al.，2006]）.（2）This work suggests that beliefs are propositions individuals consider to be true and which are often tacit（心照不宣的），have a strong evaluative and affective component，provide a basis for action，and are resistant to change.（3）In the context of language teacher education，beliefs are seen to be a key element in teacher learning and have become an important focus for research.（4）It has even been suggested that beliefs“may be the clearest measure of a teacher’s professional growth”（Kagan，1992，p.85）.

1.1.1　Studies of belief impact in language teacher education

（5）Most of the research available on the impact of teacher education on language teachers’beliefs has been conducted in pre-service contexts，and this work has produced mixed findings.（6）Studies such as[Borg，2005]，[Peacock，2001]and[Urmston，2003]and Pennington and Urmston（1998）report stability in the pre-and post-course beliefs of student teachers.（7）In contrast，[Cabaroglu and Roberts，2000]，[Clarke，2008]，[MacDonald et al.，2001]and[Mattheoudakis，2007]and Busch（2010）all provide evidence of change in student teachers’beliefs during language teacher education.（8）Other studies（[Liu and Fisher，2006]，[Murray，2003]and[Richards et al.，1996]）report that belief change was promoted by pre-service language teacher education in variable ways across individuals and areas of belief.

（9）Moving on to the context for this study，the volume of research examining the impact of teacher education on in-service language teachers’beliefs is limited.（10）Studies which have reported evidence of such impact are[Freeman，1993]and[Scott and Rodgers，1995]，and Lamie（2004）.（11）For example，Scott and Rodgers（1995）compared teachers’conceptions of writing using a pre-and post-course survey and found that initially 58.5%of the beliefs expressed were aligned（与……一致）with the principles and practices promoted on the course，compared to 89%afterwards.（12）This was interpreted as evidence of positive impact.（13）In contrast，Lamb（1995）and[Phipps，2007]and[Phipps，2010]report less positive conclusions in their analyses of the impact of in-service teacher education on language teachers’beliefs.（14）For example，Phipps（2007）used qualitative measures to examine the impact of four months of an 18-month course on the beliefs about grammar teaching of a teacher of English in Turkey.（15）While acknowledging the overall positive impact of the programme，he concluded that，during the period of the study，“there were few tangible（切实的）changes to existing beliefs.Instead many existing beliefs were confirmed，deepened and strengthened”（p.13）.

（16）Clearly，variations in the nature of the language teacher education programmes examined and in the research approaches adopted in different studies will account，at least partly，for the inconsistent conclusions emerging here.（17）What is evident，though，is that our understandings of the impact of language teacher education on practising teachers’beliefs remain incipient（初期的）and the issue merits much additional empirical attention.（18）In response to this gap，the key research question that is addressed here is：To what extent did an in-service language teacher education programme impact on participants’beliefs about language teaching and learning？（19）Given the concern here with impact rather than with any particular substantive area（e.g.beliefs about grammar teaching），the range of beliefs to be studied was not limited in any a priori manner（先验的方式）.

2.Previous work on lay（外行的）people’s models of the economy

（1）Surprisingly，there has been very little work on lay persons’understanding of economic relationships.Most authors simply examine lay people’s attitudes or opinions on specific economic outcomes.Subjects studied include inflation（Leiser and Drori，2005；Ranyard，Del Missier，Bonini，Duxbury&Summers，2008），the global financial crisis[see for example Gangl，Kastlunger，Kirchler，and Voracek（2012），the papers in the 2010 special issue of the Journal of Scio-Economics on‘The Financial Crisis’and Christandl（2013）]and policy choices[examples include higher taxes and government expenditure on welfare，see Heinemann and Hennighausen（2012）and Stix（2013）].Occasionally there is a comparison between the responses of lay people and professional economists to survey questions（Blendon et al.，1997；Caplan，2001）.Compared with our study however these papers do not focus on lay people’s understanding of the bivariate（二元变量的）relationship between key macroeconomic variables.

（2）Having said that，we are aware of three studies which do seek to uncover the connections lay people see between macroeconomic variables or ideas.One is the paper by Williamson and Wearing（1996）.They asked open-ended questions of 95 lay people in an attempt，inter alia（尤其），to reveal those economic concepts the respondents saw as linked and the direction and sign of the relationship between them.Each interviewee’s responses were used to form a highly detailed（and often very complicated）cognitive model of inter-relationships between variables/ideas for that person（examples are presented in the form of diagrams of the respondent’s mental maps 5 in the paper）.Unfortunately，due to the open ended nature of the questions and the interests of the authors，no information was reported in the published paper on any perceived bivariate connections including any connections between the three macroeconomic variables of interest here.

（3）Related to the paper by Williamson and Wearing（1996）is the（unpublished）PhD thesis by Williamson（1992）.This contains more information of relevance to our study than the journal article mentioned above.Amongst other things，Williamson administered a questionnaire to the 95 subjects which contained explicit questions about the bivariate relationship between a number of variables.Williamson provides information on only one of the bivariate relationships of interest to us，namely the relationship between unemployment and economic growth.A large majority of the respondents saw unemployment and economic growth as negatively related（Williamson，1992，p.136），consistent with Okuns Law and，as we shall see，with the good-begets-good（好事带来好事）heuristic（启发）of Leiser and Aroch（2009）.

（4）A second published paper on this topic is that by Leiser and Aroch（2009）who set out to examine lay people’s understanding of the bivariate relationship between various macroeconomic variables.The participants were 42 first-year students in psychology at Ben-Gurion University who responded to a self-paced computer-administered questionnaire in individual booths（不受干扰的答题间）.6 The main part of the questionnaire elicited（引出）judgments on the causal links between pairs of economic variables.The authors selected 19 economic variables，including：‘unemployment rate’，‘economy growth rate’and‘rate of inflation’.Each of“the questions followed a fixed format：If variable A increases，how will this affect variable B？For example：If the unemployment rate increases，how will this affect the inflation rate？”（Leiser&Aroch，2009，p.374）.Participants were found to confidently state causal links between variables and to describe a positive or negative relationship between each pair.The authors found（see page 378 of their paper）that the participants saw the rate of economic growth and the rate of unemployment to be negatively related（this is consistent with Okun’s law）and they saw the rate of unemployment and the rate of inflation to be positively related 7（which is not consistent with most representations of the Phillip’s curve）.

（5）Most striking to us is the finding in Leiser and Aroch（2009）that lay people see unemployment and inflation as positively related.The authors have a neat and interesting explanation of the participant’s categorisations into those which are positively related and those which are negatively related by arguing that“When asked：“Does A influence B（and in what direction）？”participants can answer readily on the basis of a simple heuristic，which we dubbed（把……称作）the good-begets-good（GBG）heuristic：If A and B belong to the same pole，an increase in one will also raise the other；if they belong to opposite poles，a rise in one will cause the other to drop”...“Economic events are classified as good or bad，not as neutral components in a causal system...We submit that na？ve participants rely on a simple but powerful heuristic：the economic world functions in either a virtuous or a vicious circle.An increase in one good variable will increase the values of other good variables，and decrease those of bad variables.This good-begets-good heuristic settles in most cases how to answer.It is not unrelated to the way economic events are commonly described in popular economic discourse，with strong valuation of every change as either positive or negative”（Leiser&Aroch，2009，p 378&p 381）.8 As economists we would express their explanation for the results slightly differently.In the language of economics a‘good’is something where more is preferred to less while a‘bad’is something where less is preferred to more.It would appear from Table 3 of their paper that‘goods’are grouped together and are thought to be positively related to each other while‘bads’are grouped together and are thought to be positively related to each other and to be negatively related to‘goods’.Thus the participants saw economic growth and unemployment to be negatively related（one is a good and one is a bad）while unemployment and inflation are thought to be positively related（both are bads）.

（6）In this paper we are（inter alia）interested in whether or not the evidence from surveys of consumer sentiments is consistent with the good-begets-good（GBG）heuristic.Given this hypothesis，we would expect to find a negative association between expectations of economic activity and unemployment while finding a positive association between unemployment and prices.In some ways it is the second of the two relationships which is most interesting from the point of view of testing the GBG heuristic，as the mainstream economist’s Phillips curve would suggest unemployment and inflation are inversely related（contrary to the GBG heuristic）while both the economist’s model and the GBG heuristic would predict a negative association between unemployment and the level of economic activity.

The following sentences may help you produce this move.

●This section reviews the parts of the literature that are relevant to the present study.

●In the sections below，we provide a Literature Review for robust model selection and diagnostic methods for outlier detection.We then discuss how our method fits in with the existing literature.

●This thematic review of the literature focuses on three topics that are germane（有密切关系的）to the study.

●An examination of the literature on the mission and leadership of community colleges provides a rationale for this study.

●In order to set the context for the historical study of the British Columbia system，a review was conducted of the pertinent literature from the United States and Canada on coordination and collaboration versus competition in higher education systems and centralist versus decentralist approaches to governance of these systems.

2.Should I introduce the topic to be discussed in a thematic pattern or in a time order？

The following sentences may help you produce this move.

In a thematic pattern：

●An overview of the many oil market models developed over the past twenty years shows that these models divide easily into cartel and non-cartel models.

●The existing literature on the socioeconomic benefits of prior active military service deals with benefits to veterans（老兵）relative to nonveterans but not those of PS reservists compared to NPS reservists.

●A considerable number of studies have been conducted generally on wastage in education.

●Various attempts have been made to explain the differences in rates at which male accountants and female accountants attain partner status in accounting firms.

●The potential environmental impacts deriving from geothermal（地热）energy production have been detailed in the literature.

In a chronological pattern：

●Learning communities date back to the late 1920s，when Alexander Meiklejohn developed the two-year Experimental College at the University of Wisconsin（Meiklejohn，1932）.

●The first study related to investigating the level of awareness of gifted-education issues among educators of pre-service teachers was conducted by Cross and Dobbs（1987）.

●The majority of research into foreign language anxiety has focused on its relationship to speaking skills（[Horwitz et al.，1986]，[Phillips，1992]and[Woodrow，2006a]）.

●Some argue that there are practical hindrances（障碍）：It is partly because of their frequent absence from shore that fishermen have difficulties organizing.For example，Smith（1977：5）states that for this reason fishermen are unable to promote their interests and hardly ever participate in decision-making within their communities.Other authors attribute a lack of sustained collective action to an interrelated cluster of structural economic，social，cultural and psychological characteristics of the occupation of marine fishing.

●Issues can be classified into two types.In the first，known as“valence issues”（Stokes 1963），all or nearly all of the electorate（全体选民）holds an identical preference.In contrast，“positional issues”permit greater variance in the distribution of voter preference.

Task 3.3　Write Move 3.

1.What are the differences and/or similarities between the items of literature？

The following sentences may help you produce this move.

●According to Bowers（1989）language is a collection of patterns regulating social life.This conception is close to that of Symbolic（共生的）Interactionists（Charon，1989）who see society as made up of interacting individuals who are symbol users.

●This contrast is similar to the distinction made by Wyer and Srull（1986）between different“goal schemes”and the limited capacity in processing incoming information，both of which can determine how information is used.

●In the course of studying these people for more than a decade，Schieffelin（1985）found only one case that in any way resembled the Western picture of depression.In contrast，Seligman’s（1990）extensive review showed that depression in the West has increased 10-fold（10倍）over the past 50 years.

●Unlike the Pritchard study（1988），Rice（1988）did not survey students to determine their attitude toward physical education in general（the survey instrument was school specific），nor did she report information revealing specific domain preference.

●Another，more recent，strand（方面）of the literature takes a different approach.In this approach the coefficients of parametric（参数的）models are assumed to evolve over time.

2.What are the strengths or weaknesses of the items of literature？How should I introduce my evaluation？

The following sentences may help you produce this move.

●In a pioneering study of antisocial behavior，Robins（1978）provided early insight on the relationship between past and present states，finding that the antisocial adults in her cohorts were virtually（事实上）always similarly disposed as children.

●This research has enhanced our understanding about the comprehensive，complex，and integrative nature of human development—the whole child.

●However，the available literature is conflicting in regards to whether this enhanced elimination can be correlated to increased renal clearance（肾清除率）[10]，[16]，[17]and[18]and the impact of burns on other pharmacokinetic（药物动力学的）characteristics of vancomycin（万古霉素）has not been systematically investigated in people with severe burns[9].

●Hunter is right to point out that Lawrence and same-sex marriage would put queer bodies in closer contact with regulatory government institutions，yet she does not account for the racialized implications of her theory，which not only serve to define and promote a domesticated and white queerness，but also to further regulate queers of color.

3.Should I highlight a research gap or highlight areas for further study？

“The following sentences may help you produce this move.”

●Although knowledge of shopping，shopping motivations，and shopper types is considerable，and various methods and approaches have been applied to study shopping，the need to understand what shopping actually means persists，including the role that shopping plays in modern-day consumers’complex lives.

●What is evident，though，is that our understandings of the impact of language teacher education on practising teachers’beliefs remain incipient（初期的）and the issue merits much additional empirical attention.

●Surprisingly，there has been very little work on lay persons’understanding of economic relationships.

●Unfortunately，due to the open ended nature of the questions and the interests of the authors，no information was reported in the published paper on any perceived bivariate connections including any connections between the three macroeconomic variables of interest here.

The following sentences may help you produce this move.

●Given the lack of research on the attitudes of secondary age students and given the importance of determining how secondary age students perceive physical education，it was the purpose of this study to investigate the general attitudes of midwest junior high and senior high school students toward physical education.

●This aspect of the stress-burnout（压力带来的倦怠）phenomenon has yet to be examined.In this study，we sought to examine the perceptions of stress，factors influencing these perceptions，and coping strategies used by female teacher-coaches.

●The present essay hopefully can contribute to the revisionist（修正主义的）trend and to further investigation of the politics of telling the story of American art.

●This paper fills a gap in the literature by developing a method to decompose（分解）revenue growth into three components：organic revenue growth，external revenue growth（due to mergers，acquisitions and divestitures），and exchange rate effects.

●This study will add to the literature by publishing results related to suicide attempts among DR youths in a nationally representative sample and by increasing knowledge regarding the healthy immigrant effect pertaining to suicide attempts.

1.Adel，A.&Erman，B.（2012）.Recurrent（反复出现的）word combinations in academic writing by native and non-native speakers of English.English for Specific Purposes，31，pp.81—92.

In order for discourse（语篇）to be considered idiomatic（地道的），it needs to exhibit features like fluency and pragmatically（语用地）appropriate language use.Advances in corpus linguistics make it possible to examine idiomaticity from the perspective of recurrent word combinations.One approach to capture such word combinations is by the automatic retrieval of lexical bundles.We investigated the use of English-language lexical bundles in advanced learner writing by L1 speakers of Swedish and in comparable native-speaker writing，all produced by undergraduate university students in the discipline of linguistics.The material was culled（收集）from a new corpus of university student writing，the Stockholm University Student English Corpus（SUSEC），amounting to over one million words.The investigation involved a quantitative analysis of the use of four-word lexical bundles and a qualitative analysis of the functions they serve.The results show that the native speakers have a larger number of types of lexical bundles，which are also more varied，such as unattended‘this’bundles，existential‘there’bundles，and hedging bundles.Other lexical bundles which were found to be more common and more varied in the native-speaker data involved negations（否定）.The findings are shown to be largely similar to those of the phraseological（短语）research tradition in SLA.

2.Boers，F.，Eyckmans，J.，Kappel，J.，Stengers，H.，&Demecheleer，M.（2006）.Formulaic sequences and perceived oral proficiency：putting a lexical approach to the test.Language Teaching Research，10（3），pp.245—261

This study reports a small-scale experiment that was set up to estimate the extent to which（i）the use of formulaic sequences（standardized phrases such as collocations and idiomatic expressions）can help learners come across as proficient L2 speakers and（ii）an instructional method that emphasizes‘noticing’of L2 formulaic sequences can help language learners add such phrases to their linguistic repertoire（储备）.Participants were 32 college students majoring in English.Over the course of 22 teaching hours they were exposed to considerable quantities of authentic listening and reading materials.During exploration of those materials，the experimental students（N=17）were made aware of standardized word combinations，while in the control group（N=15）the traditional grammar-lexis dichotomy（二分法）was upheld.Afterwards，the participants’oral proficiency was gauged（测量）in an interview by two blind judges.Both perceived the experimental group as more proficient than the control group.Two other blind judges counted the number of word combinations in the interviews that they considered to be formulaic sequences.Their counts correlated well with the oral proficiency ratings，which suggests that helping learners build a repertoire of formulaic sequences can be a useful contribution to improving their oral proficiency.

3.Chen，Y.&Baker，P.（2010）.Lexical bundles in L1 and L2 academic writing.Language Learning&Technology，14，pp.30—49.

This paper adopts an automated frequency-driven approach to identify frequently-used word combinations（i.e.，lexical bundles）in academic writing.Lexical bundles retrieved from one corpus of published academic texts and two corpora（语料库）of student academic writing（one L1，the other L2），were investigated both quantitatively and qualitatively.Published academic writing was found to exhibit the widest range of lexical bundles whereas L2 student writing showed the smallest range.Furthermore，some high-frequency expressions in published texts，such as in the context of，were underused in both student corpora，while the L2 student writers overused certain expressions（e.g.，all over the world）which native academics rarely used.The findings drawn from structural and functional analyses of lexical bundles also have some pedagogical（教育的）implications.

4.Cortes，V.（2004）.Lexical bundles in published and student disciplinary writing：Examples from history and biology.English for Specific Purposes，Volume 23，Issue 4，pp.397—423.

For more than a century，linguists have been interested in the study of frequent word combinations.The present study investigated a special type of word combination，lexical bundles，defined as a sequence of three or more words that co-occur frequently in a particular register（语域）[Longman Grammar of Spoken and Written English，Longman，London，1999].The goal was to improve the understanding of the function of lexical bundles in academic prose by comparing the use of such bundles by published authors in history and biology and by students at three different levels in those disciplines.The first part of this study focused on a corpus of published writing from history and biology journals.The most frequent four-word lexical bundles in that corpus（called target bundles）were identified and classified structurally and functionally.The second part concentrated on students’use of those target bundles.The findings of this study indicated that students rarely used these target bundles in their writing.In addition，when students did use certain bundles，their use did not correspond to the uses of bundles employed by professional authors.Finally，some pedagogical implications of the findings，as well as suggested paths for future research，are introduced and

discussed.

5.Cortes，V.（2006）.Teaching lexical bundles in the disciplines：An example from a writing intensive history class.Linguistics and Education，Volume 17，Issue 4，pp.391—406.

Researchers and instructors have been interested in the investigation and teaching of formulaic sequences for the past four decades.In academic writing，for example，these expressions are extremely frequent in the production of published authors in academic disciplines but rarely used by university students.The present study focused on the teaching of a special type of recurrent word combinations called lexical bundles to a group of university students in a writing-intensive history class（历史写作强化课程）during five 20-minute micro-lessons.Pre-and post-instruction analyses were conducted on students’class assignments in order to identify the use of these lexical bundles.In addition，alterative expressions used with functions similar to those of these bundles were analyzed in students’final written production for the course.The findings of the study reflected no difference between pre-and post-instruction production of lexical bundles but they indicated an increase in students’awareness of and interest in these expressions.

6.Cortes，V.（2013）.The purpose of this study is to：connecting lexical bundles and moves in research article introductions.Journal of English for Academic Purposes，12，pp.33—43.

This article presents a group of lexical bundles identified in a corpus of research article introductions as the first step in the analysis of these expressions in the different sections of the research article.A one-million word corpus of research article introductions from various disciplines was compiled and the lexical bundles identified in it were classified grammatically and functionally.The findings of these analyses agreed with previous studies in the most frequent types of grammatical correlates for these bundles and the most frequent functions performed but showed several new qualities for these expressions（Biber，Johansson，Leech，Conrad，&Finegan，1999；Biber&Conrad，1999；Biber，Conrad，&Cortes，2003，2004）.A further step in the analysis matched these lexical bundles to the moves and steps which are characteristic of research article introductions（Swales，2004），discovering that a group of lexical bundles were exclusively（专门）linked to one move or step in a move while a second group occurred across several moves and steps.In addition，some of these expressions were used to trigger the steps that called for their use while others complemented other expressions and were used as comments.

7.Coxhead，A.&Byrd，P.（2007）.Preparing writing teachers to teach the vocabulary and grammar of academic prose.Journal of Second Language Writing，16，pp.129—147

Over the years，substantial shifts in theory，belief，and practice have occurred in the teaching of language，specifically vocabulary，grammar，or their combination in lexicogrammatical（词汇语法）features of a language as part of the writing class or curriculum（课程）（Paltridge，2004；Reid，1993，2006）.Much of the instruction in L2 writing for adult learners who are preparing for degree study in an English-medium college or university focuses on academic writing；one result of this interest in academic writing is a growing body of research data that provides insights into the language of academic discourse and the various registers that make up that discourse，demonstrating that vocabulary and associated grammar characterize particular discourse types（Biber&Conrad，1999，2004；Biber，Conrad，&Cortes，in press，Biber，Conrad，Reppen，Byrd，&Helt，2002；Coxhead，2000；Schleppegrell，2004；Schleppegrell，Achugar，&Orteiza，2004；Schleppegrell&Colombi，2002）.Through knowledge of that literature and the development of skill at analyzing particular examples of academic writing，teachers can learn to identify the language that their students need to become fluent writers of various types of English academic prose（文章）.In this article，we review recent scholarship on the nature of the vocabulary and grammar that characterize academic writing.In addition to the discussion of published research and theory on language-in-use focused on academic prose，we also include a selected listing of web-based resources to be used for teacher development.We also suggest practical ways that teacher educators can bring the study of academic language into the preparation of writing teachers to teach the vocabulary and grammar of academic prose.

8.Li，J.&Schmitt，N.（2009）.The acquisition of lexical phrases in academic writing：a longitudinal（长期的）case study（个案研究）.Journal of Second Language Writing，18，pp.85—102.

Lexical phrases are both numerous and functionally important in written texts.Despite this，L2 learners often find their use problematic，typically overusing a limited number of well-known phrases，while at the same time lacking a diverse enough phrasal repertoire to employ lexical phrases in a native-like manner.While a number of studies have described learners’usage of lexical phrases，very few have explored how these phrases are acquired.In this paper we report on a longitudinal case study which followed a Chinese MA student over the course of an academic year.All of her written assignments（8 essays and a dissertation）were analyzed for lexical phrase use，and she was interviewed after each assignment was submitted.It was found that she learned 166 new lexical phrases during her studies，and that she improved in her degree of appropriate usage.She also gained confidence in using the phrases.She successfully drew upon（利用）both explicit and implicit sources for this improvement，particularly benefiting from her academic reading.However，she also tended to rely too heavily on a limited range of phrases，sometimes to the point where judges considered the usage non-nativelike.We discuss the relevance of these findings for our current knowledge of L2 writing.

9.Meunier，F.（2012）.Formulaic language and language teaching.Annual Review of Applied Linguistics，32，pp.111—129.

This article reviews the concrete effects that the theoretical findings on the formulaic nature of language have had in instructed second language acquisition（SLA）（二语习得）.The introductory section includes some terminological（术语的）comments and a general discussion on the validity of adopting a formulaic approach in second or foreign language teaching.The second section discusses various points in time when instructional intervention（教学干预）is possible and presents the rationale（理据）adopted in the article to trace elements of formulaicity in instructed SLA.The next three sections each center on one aspect of foreign language teaching，namely，input（语言输入），classroom activities，and feedback.The discussion broaches（讨论）pedagogical choices，teaching materials，types of activities，and tools currently available to teachers and learners.The results show that the increasingly refined（精确的）understanding of the formulaic nature of language has clearly impacted second language teaching but that a number of questions still remain unanswered.These questions pertain to（关于）the types of formulas that deserve teaching time and to the assessment of the actual learning outcomes of using a formulaic approach.

10.Peters，E.（2012）.Learning German formulaic sequences：the effect of two attention-drawing techniques.Language Learning Journal，40（1），pp.65—79.

This article reports a small-scale study that investigated the effect of（1）an instructional method，viz.directing learners’attention to formulaic sequences（FS）in a text，and

（2）typographic salience（印刷凸现），i.e.bold typeface（黑体字）and underlined（下划线），on foreign-language（FL）learners’recall of FS and single words（SW）.Twenty-eight FL learners read a glossed（注释的）German text in two conditions.The experimental group was instructed to pay attention to both FS and SW during reading and write down unfamiliar FS and SW，whereas the control group was instructed to pay attention to unfamiliar vocabulary in general.All the participants were forewarned（预先告诉）that a vocabulary posttest would follow the reading task.Unlike the control group，the experimental group was explicitly told that they would have to translate SW as well as FS into German.The target items were divided into 12 SW and 12 FS.Half of these SW and FS were underlined and printed in bold typeface，the other half was not.The results indicate that typographic salience had an effect on participants’recall（回忆）scores，whereas the instructional method did not.Furthermore，the effect of typographic salience seemed to be particularly beneficial for learning FS.These findings suggest that typographic salience facilitates FL learners’noticing and learning of unknown lexical items and of FS in particular.

I.Introduction

Though the Methods section is not the first part in an RA，it is often the first section to be written，since its content is rather clear.This is also a section which draws special attention from reviewers，editors，supervisors，as well as the readers，because a good methodology is expected to lead to good results.Likewise，an unclear description of the Methods section usually reflects the author’s confusion about the research，resulting in the rejection of the paper for publication.Different disciplines and journals may vary in naming this section.“Methodology”，“Materials and Methods”，“Procedure”，“Experiments”，and“Experimental”are among the possible headings found for this section.As the Methods section reports the method，subjects，materials，and procedures followed by the researcher，the dominant tense used in this part is simple past tense.

The functions，structural features，and language features of an effective Methods section are outlined below.

Functions

As an essential element of an RA，the Methods section describes clearly the set of procedures，approaches，and experimental materials followed or adopted by the researcher in conducting the research，aiming at acquainting the readers with the research process and further enabling them to replicate the process.Simply put，Methods sections aim to answer the following three questions：

How does the researcher study the problem？

What does the researcher use to study the problem？

How does the researcher proceed to study the problem？

Structural Features

The structure of Methods sections varies according to different disciplines，approaches，procedures，and subjects or materials employed in the research.Many have subheadings indicating different aspects contained in this section；some do not.However，researchers have summarized the structure of Methods sections into seven moves，as is shown below.
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Figure 1　Move structure of the Methods section of an RA

Note that writers often justify their choices of methods，or the lgcations，materials or participants of their methods.If you don’t provide an explanation，readers may not accept the validity of your methods，or even worse，they may not accept your conclusion.

Also note that not every Methods section contains all these seven moves or follow exactly the same order as shown in the above figure.Generally speaking，Methods sections are elaborately examined by reviewers；however，in some fields where standard procedures or well-known methods are used，they may receive less attention.

The following Methods section，aiming to study reading transition in Chinese international students，provides an example.Numbers are added in front of the sentences to facilitate the analysis，and useful sentence patterns and phrases are highlighted in bold.
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Language Features

The moves in Methods sections can also be realized in phrases and sentence patterns.As shown in the above Methods section，the sentence patterns in the following sequence outline its structure：“A combination of...was used，mainly because of...Both...interviews were carried out

twice...They were recruited...Their average age was...The interviews were conducted among...The same questions were asked...，to investigate...Data analysis in this study drew heavily on...”

The following sentence patterns and phrases are frequently and typically used as signals of different moves.The combinations of these patterns can often be found in Methods sections.

1.Summarize the method or approach adopted by the research
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2.Indicate research aims，questions，or hypotheses
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3.Describe subjects and/or materials involved in the research
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4.Indicate the location where the research is conducted
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5.Present the procedure followed by the research to obtain the data collected
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6.Point out the limitation or the shortcoming of the method
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7.Describe the way in which the data was analyzed
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II.Sample Analysis

2.Method

2.1　Sample and procedures

（1）Study findings are based on data from Waves I（2001—2002）and II（2004—2005）of the NESARC.（2）The NESARC is a nationally representative sample of non-institutionalized（未被收容机构收容的）United States residents aged 18 years and older.（3）Using a multistage cluster sampling design and oversampling（采样过密）minority populations，the study gathered extensive information from individuals living in all 50 states and the District of Columbia.（4）Data were collected through face-to-face structured interviews conducted by United States census workers trained by the National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism and United States Census Bureau.（5）The assessment was based on the computer assisted Alcohol Use Disorders and Associated Disabilities Interview Schedule—DSM-IV version（AUDADIS-IV）.（6）The response rate for Wave I data was 81%and for Wave II was 87%with a cumulative response rate of 70%for both waves.（7）A more detailed description of the NESARC design and procedures is available elsewhere（Grant，Moore，Shepard，&Kaplan，2003）.

2.2　Measures

2.2.1　Gambling

（8）Five dichotomous（二分的）（0=no，1=yes）measures from the Pathological Gambling module of the AUDADIS-IV included in the Wave I interviews were used to examine lifetime history of gambling and problem gambling.（9）Gambling was determined on the basis of the following question“Have you ever gambled at least five times in any one year of your life？”（10）Individuals who responded affirmatively（n=11，153；28.37%）were coded as 1 and all other respondents coded as 0.（11）Problem gambling items included behaviors related to increasing gambling bets，excessive time spent gambling or thinking about gambling，and gambling quickly after a win or a loss.（12）For example，respondents were queried：“In your entire life did you ever spend a lot of time gambling，planning your bets or studying the odds？”（13）To ensure sufficient statistical power and model stability，only items with prevalence greater than 1.5%in the general population were included in statistical analyses.

2.2.2　Immigrant status

（14）In the Wave II interview，respondents were asked whether they，their parents，and their grandparents were born in the United States.（15）Respondents born outside of the United States were classified as first-generation immigrants（n=5，363；13.86%）.（16）First-generation immigrants were also categorized on the basis of their self-reported country of origin（i.e.，Africa，Asia，Europe，and Latin America）.（17）Those who were born in the United States but had at least one parent or grandparent born abroad were deemed second（n=4，826；12.82%）and third-generation（n=4，746；14.89%）immigrants，respectively.（18）Respondents born in the United States who reported no foreign-born parents or grandparents were classified as nonimmigrants（n=19，715；58.43%）.（19）Notably，the majority of prior studies of immigrant status and health have not drawn a distinction between third-generation immigrants and nonimmigrants；（20）however，based on the large number of third-generation immigrants in the sample and prior research suggesting some differences in risk behavior，we elected to make this distinction.

2.2.3　Sociodemographic（社会人口的）controls

（21）The following sociodemographic variables were included as controls：age，gender，race/ethnicity，household income，education level，marital status，region of the United States，and urbanicity.

2.3　Analysis

（22）A series of multinomial regression analyses（多元回归分析）were executed to compare nonimmigrants and immigrants across three generations in terms of gambling and problem gambling.（23）First，controlling for the sociodemographic confounds listed above，first-generation immigrant men and women were compared to nonimmigrants as well as second and third-generation immigrants in terms of the prevalence of gambling.（24）Additional multinomial regression analyses were conducted with the other immigrant generations and nonimmigrants specified as the reference group.（25）This approach allows for a variety of comparisons beyond simply comparing first-generation immigrants with all other groups.（26）Next，a similar procedure was conducted to compare the gambling prevalence of first-generation immigrant men and women from various world regions with that of nonimmigrants as well as second and third-generation immigrants.（27）In this analysis，due to cell size limitations，we were unable to control for race/ethnicity and marital status.（28）Finally，we compared problem gambling behaviors of first-generation immigrants with nonimmigrants and second and third-generation immigrants.（29）For all statistical analyses，weighted prevalence estimates and standard errors were computed using Stata 13.1 SE software.

2.Materials and Methods

2.1　The production of lamb pátê（羊肉酱）

（1）The basic formulation of patés（Table 1）resulted from preliminary studies，with the development of a completely randomized design（CRD）conducted by Dalmás et al.（2011），in which varying concentrations of blood，liver and meat trimmings of lambs slaughtered between 18 and 24 months old were examined for sensory acceptance.

Table 1　Formulation of lamb patés prepared with by-products
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a Sum of the raw materials constitutes 100%of the patéformulation.

b Percentage added to the formulation of 100%.

（2）The preparation of lamb patéalso followed the methodology of Dalmás et al.（2011）.（3）The liver，blood and meat boiled and cooled were mixed with fat，water and other ingredients and additives in cutter table（JAMAR，model K-10，Sao Paulo，Brazil）.（4）Subsequently，about 150 g of meat mixture was bottled in two types of packaging：（5）The first one，in glass containers sterilized（消毒）at 100℃for 30 min（Miguel et al.，2008），sealed manually.（6）The other one，in polyamide-based plastic casing，using a manual stuffer type cannon（SIEMSEN LTDA，CFMN model ES-08，Brusque，SC，Brazil）with capacity for 3 kg.（7）Later，samples of both packs were subjected to cooking in an open pan at 80℃until the temperature of the geometric centre reached 75℃，which was monitored with the aid of a thermocouple（热电偶）（Hanna Instruments，HI 935005，Romania），then were followed by cooling to 35℃.（8）After processing，the samples were stored under commercial refrigeration at 4±1℃to evaluate the shelf-life for a period of 90 days.（9）All determinations were performed in triplicate.

（10）Technical specifications of packaging：P1—glass containers of 184 ml total volume，89.7 mm height，61.2 mm in diameter and 119.0 g weight（provided by Wheaton Group Brazil，Sao Paulo，Brazil）and P2—polyamide-based heat shrinkable plastic casing with a good oxygen（<30 cc/m2/24 h/1 Bar）and water vapour barrier（<15 g/m2/24 h）and excellent protein adhesion，60μm（±10%）nominal thickness and weight of 67 g/m2（provided by Unipac Packaging Ltd.，Sao Paulo，Brazil）.

2.2　Microbiological evaluation

（11）The microbiological parameters of lamb patéwere assessed according to the criteria established in the RDC n°12 of 2001 of ANVISA（Brazil，2001）.（12）The samples were analyzed for the most probable number of thermotolerant coliforms and coagulase positive Staphylococcus following the methodology recommended by APHA（2001）；（13）the concentration of sulphite-reducing Clostridia by the methods of ANVISA（Brazil，2001）；（14）and concentrations of Salmonella sp.by the methods of the US FDA（2011）.

2.3　Physicochemical analysis

（15）The moisture，protein and nitrite contents were determined using the methods of AOAC（2000）.（16）The ether extract was determined according to the methods of Folch，Less，and Sloane Stanley（1957）.（17）The water activity was measured according to the methods of AOAC（2000），using a DECAGON apparatus（PAWKIT series P04266，So Paulo，Brazil）.（18）The pH was determined using a digital pH meter（DIGIMED，model pH 300M，So Paulo，Brazil），provided with a glass electrode and according to parameters described by AOAC（2000）.

（19）The colour of the lamb patéwas determined according to methodology described by Abularach，Rocha，and Felício（1998）using a digital Minolta colorimeter（Model CR-300，Minolta，Osaka，Japan）.（20）To read the L*，a*and b*parameters，the following conditions were set：illuminant D65，a viewing angle of 8°，a standard observer’s angle of 10°，with the specular component included according to specifications of the Commission Internationale de L’éclairage（CIE，1986）.All determinations were performed in triplicate.

（21）The thiobarbituric acid reacting substances（TBARS）was determined according to methodology described by Tarladgis，Pearson，and Durgan Junior（1964），following the recommendations of Shahidi，Rubin，Diosady，and Wood（1985）（regarding the addition of sulphanilamide for samples containing nitrite）.

2.4　Instrumental texture profile

（22）The texture profile analyses were conducted according to the methodology described by Viana，Silva，Delvivo，Bizzotto，and Silvestre（2003）.（23）The tests were conducted using a TAXT plus texture analyser（Stable Micro Systems，software Exponent Lite）.（24）The samples were placed in 4.5 cm high by 4.0 cm in diameter glass containers.（25）Then，a cylindrical plastic probe[image: 0000000000122]
 penetrated the patétwice in succession to a depth corresponding to 20%of the initial height and operating at a distance of 55 mm and a speed of 20 mm/s.（26）The following parameters were determined：hardness（N=Newton），adhesiveness（N/s=Newtons/s），elasticity（unitless），cohesiveness（unitless）and gumminess（unitless）.（27）The samples were analyzed to approximately 10℃in quadruplicate.

2.5　Sensory evaluation

（28）The sensory analysis was performed by 60 untrained panellists（小组成员）in each section，selected for their affinity of consuming paté，lamb-derived products，and products made with blood and viscera.（29）The lamb patéwas presented simultaneously at the usual consumption temperature，spread on slices of bread，and accompanied by Cream Cracker biscuits and water（to remove the aftertaste）.

（30）Panellists were asked to taste the samples for evaluation of aroma，colour，flavour，texture and overall impression attributes，using the nine-point hedonic（愉快）scale as follows：1=extremely disliked，5=neither liked/or disliked，and 9=extremely liked.（31）For the purchase intention test，a five-point structured scale was used，where 1=Certainly would buy，3=Maybe would buy/maybe would not buy and 5=Certainly would not buy.（32）The sensory tests were performed according to methodology proposed by Meilgaard，Civille，and Carr（1991），after approval by the Ethics Research Centre of Health Sciences，Federal University of Paraíba（n.0218/11）.

2.6　Experimental design and statistical analysis

（33）The experiment was a completely randomized design（CRD）using a 2×7 factorial（阶乘）of two packages（P1：glass containers and P2：polyamide casing）and seven storage times in relation to the physicochemical and microbiological tests conducted at intervals of 15 days，except for nitrite and texture analyses，which were performed every 45 days.（34）To evaluate the sensory parameters，a 2×5 factorial scheme，using the P1 and P2 system，and five assessment times were initially conducted at intervals of 15 days and then monthly，because no significant difference between the predetermined intervals was observed.

（35）The statistical interpretation of the results was performed by an analysis of variance（ANOVA）followed by regression analysis and accepted at the 5%significance level.（36）The statistical analyses were conducted using SISVAR software version 5.3（Ferreira，2008）.

●The initial optimizations of the structures leading to energy minima were achieved by using MM2 method followed by semi-empirical PM3 self-consistent fields molecular orbital（SCF-MO）method[19]and[20].Then，further structure optimizations were achieved by using STO and RHF levels of theory（6—31G（d，p））and then within the framework of Density Functional Theory（DFT，B3LYP）[20]，[21]and[22]at the levels of 6—31G（d，p）and 6—311G（d）.

6.Does my research method have any limitations or shortcomings？

The following sentences may help you express the limitations in your research.

●Inevitably，this approach has some limitations.

●While these models do conceptualize health as a trajectory（轨线）rather than as an discrete（离散的，不连续的）event，their utility is limited to investigations of the starting point and the general characteristics of growth for the group as a whole and for the individuals within the group（i.e.the size of the variance component implies the degree of difference in the size of the trajectory parameters around the mean values）（Curran et al.，2010）.

●In any given survey year，some individuals may provide incomplete data；for example，a family’s household income may be missing in a survey year.

●On the other hand，attrition（磨损，损耗）from the PSID from childhood to adulthood（i.e.，attrition between 1968 and 1999）potentially weakens the representativeness of the survey over time，and is not addressed in the models.

7.How did I analyze my data？

The following sentences may help you express your data analysis method.

●The similarity factor（f2）and dissimilarity factor（f1）were calculated using the formulas（Shah et al.，2011）

●The Independent-samples t-test was also applied to check similarity between the optimized formulation（F8）and marketed product.

●Functional performance of the mice on the behavioral tests was assessed using two-way analyses of variance（ANOVA）with Genotype and Treatment as between-group factors.

●Planned individual comparisons between different genotype groups（E3 vs.E4）and treatment groups（SedCon vs.SedEC vs.ExCon vs.ExEC）were performed using a single degree-of-freedom F tests involving the error term from the overall ANOVA.

●All these computations were performed by using Spartan 06 package program at standard conditions of 298.15 K and 1.00 atm[29].

I.Introduction

Theoretically the Results section of an RA is the easiest part to write because it is a straightforward description of exactly what you observed and found.However，it can be a little tricky when you actually write it，since many people tend to include too much information and therefore bury the important findings.Another tricky problem in this part is the temptation to analyze and interpret the findings，which is supposed to belong to the discussion section.Although many researchers prefer to combine the two sections into“Results and Discussion”，still many RAs distinguish these two sections.If，for example，you notice an unusual correlation between two variables while you are analyzing your results，it is correct for you to point this out in the Results section.However，your speculation of why this correlation is happening and what may be happening belongs to the Discussion section.The length of the Results section is usually guided by the amount and types of data to be reported.

The functions，structural features and language features of an effective Results section are outlined below.

Functions

Generally speaking，the Results section objectively presents the key findings of your research based on the information or data collected from the procedure described in the Methods section.It reports the findings in a logical order without any bias or interpretation using both text and illustrative materials（tables and figures）.The Results section always begins with text，presenting the key results and referring to your figures and tables as you proceed in a logical order，and highlighting the evidence needed to answer the questions/hypotheses you investigated.

This section mainly aims at providing the data critical to answering the research problem.Therefore，you should avoid presenting data not closely related to the research questions.Also avoid including raw data or intermediate calculations，since the Results section deals with the summaries of the statistical analyses.

Important negative results should also be reported because they are important！Negative results may mean that your hypothesis was incorrect and needs to be reformulated，or perhaps you have stumbled onto something unexpected that requires further study.Do not fall into the trap of thinking that results contrary to what you expected are“bad data”.If you carried out your study well，they are simply your results and need interpretation.Many important discoveries can be traced to“bad data”.

Structural Features

Although variations exist，most Results sections follow a three-move structure with more or less sub-moves，as shown below.
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Figure 1　Move structure of the Results Section of a RA

Different RAs may choose to include more or less sub-moves in their Results section，although Move 2.1 is obligatory.The order of these moves may vary，too.Longer Results sections may also have subsections，some of which may simply reflect the different stages or parts of the investigation.Therefore，repetition of the moves in different subsections is common.

Take the following Results section as an example.Numbers are added to the sentences to facilitate the analysis，and useful sentence patterns and phrases are highlighted in bold：
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Note that not all the moves appear in the exact order as shown in Fig.1，and they may appear in cycles when different stages or parts of the results are presented.Also note that results don’t speak for themselves.Writers usually comment on the meaning of the results to make them comprehensible to readers，especially a broad audience.In other words，writers tend to evaluate the results as well as describe them which readers can see from the tables or figures.Common strategies of data commentary are using quantity languages such as“significant”，“strikingly”，“considerable”，“barely”，“even higher/lower”，“almost all/half of...”，and“some”，and using expressions of frequency such as“invariably”，“always”，“generally”，“repeatedly”，“frequently”，“sometimes”，“occasionally”，“rarely”，“hardly ever”，“never”，etc.In sentence（13）of the above example，the author communicates a strong result by using the phrase“dramatically reduce”.

Language Features

The Results section should be written concisely and objectively.Results sections may be dominated by the passive voice，but the active voice is also increasingly used.Past tense is usually used when referring to how the results are obtained，while present tense is employed to locate and present the data.A particular language feature in the Results section is the location-statement（For example，“Fig.1 shows that...”），which indicates the location of data and refers to non-verbal material（tables，figures，graphs，charts，photos，maps，etc.）.It often appears in Move 2.1.

The moves and sub-moves in the Results section can be realized in phrases and sentence patterns.As shown in the above Results section on pages 122—123，the sentence patterns in the following sequence outline its structure：“The proposed framework has been extensively tested...，and the results are reported.All results reported were conducted on...Fig.2 shows.......were generated.Each column in Fig.11 shows....As can be seen from the reported times，...However，as mentioned before，each subcube can be processed...The generated models for dataset C are shown in Fig.14.During the data preparation phase，20 subcubes were produced...”

The following sentence patterns and phrases are frequently and typically used as signals of different moves.The combinations of these patterns can often be found in Results sections.

1.Provide information about what this section does
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2.Briefly summarize the research question or purpose before reporting the results
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3.Describe the methodology adopted in the research
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4.Refer to the data using location statements
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5.Report the findings from the participants
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6.Describe the changes of data（variables，parameters，etc.）
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7.Compare different methods，studies，materials，or subjects
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8.Express the relationship among different variables or parameters
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9.Compare the results with what was expected or from other studies
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10.Transition signals linking the presentation of data.

Behavioral Problems and Depressive Symptomatology （症候学）as Predictors of Child-to-Parent Violence


（Published in The European Journal of Psychology Applied to Legal Context，2014）

Results

（1）Physical and financial violence against parents is at the root of many cases in which the parents report their child to the police or other authorities.（2）A total of 73%of CPV（Child-to-Parent Violence）offenders stated that they have used physical violence against their parents at some time，but this is also the case for 29%of other offenders and 16%of adolescent non-offenders.（3）Moreover，53%of CPV offenders reported having perpetrated（犯，做）so-called“financial violence”，as well as 21%of other offenders and 21%of adolescent non-offenders.

Comparisons of Means by Group

（4）Table 1 shows the comparisons of means of the study variables by group.（5）Juveniles reported by their parents for CPV present more physical，psychological and financial violence than non-offenders.（6）Also，considering the percentages，CPV offenders，by comparison with other young offenders，presented higher rates of physical，χ2（1，N=89）=10.46，p=.001，φ=.44；psychological，χ2（1，N=89）=10.66，p=.001，φ=.44；and financial violence，χ2（1，N=96）=7.07，p=.008，φ=.33.（7）The three original groups were formed in accordance with their parents’reports of CPV.（8）The cases reported normally involve serious assault or abuse and repeated violent behavior by children against their parents over a number of years.（9）However，in the present study we also took into account sporadic（不定时发生的）violent behavior against parents and mild physical violence.（10）Therefore，the results obtained in the comparison of means of CPV by group need not be considered incompatible.


（11）Furthermore，the CPV group adolescents score higher in variables related to depressive symptomatology（cognipunitiveness，intropunitiveness，and depression）and personal maladjustment（失调，不适应）than those in the other groups.（12）On the other hand，the CPV group shares with the“other offences”group certain emotional problems（external locus of control，hypomotivation，and somatization），in contrast to the non-offender group.

（13）As regards behavior problems，the CPV group shows higher levels of school maladjustment（aversion（厌恶）to the teacher and school indiscipline）and social maladjustment（social aggressiveness）than the other two groups.（14）Finally，the two offender groups present greater level of hyperactivity，dysnomia（举名困难），and drug use than the nonoffender group.

（15）Mean scores for personal，school，and social maladjustment of the CPV group were at a“medium-high”level（from percentile 61 to percentile 80）.（16）However，the non-offender group presented a“medium”level（from percentile 41 to percentile 60）for the three types of maladjustment（personal，school，and social）.

Results

3.1　Journal instructions

This section summarizes our analysis of the journal instructions to contributors in high impact journals across eight disciplines：four in the natural，mainly life，sciences（Ecology，Cell Biology，Organic Chemistry，Brain Physiology）and four in the humanities and social sciences（History，Philosophy，Economics，and Law）.We found that submission letters are mentioned and required in all the journals in Ecology and Cell Biology，and all but one in Organic Chemistry.In Brain Physiology，two require a submission letter，one offers the option，and two make no mention.Letters are required in four Law journals and optional in the fifth.In History，Philosophy and Economics submission letters are not mentioned.

Highlights are asked for by some or all of the journals in each set in the natural-science group；in the humanities-social sciences group only one journal in History does this.

At least one journal in each set in science asks for information on prospective（预期的）referees；none in humanities or social sciences do so.The science group requirements for referee choice are summarized in Fig.2.In each discipline there are at least two journals（out of five）that mention referee choice；organic chemistry has the fewest.Of the fourteen journals mentioning reviewers twelve allow a positive choice and nine a negative choice.

The sample of disciplines was chosen to highlight potential disciplinary differences in practice.It confirms that while there is considerable variation among journals（or publishers）within disciplines，there are broad trends differentiating the humanities and economics from the life sciences，with Organic Chemistry and Law occupying somewhat special positions.This survey of submission letter requirements thus shows similar groupings to those for reviewing practices in Bachand&Sawallis（2003），and even Blank（1991）.

Informal questions were put to three editors outside the life sciences，two in applied linguistics and one in sport history，all three of whom said they paid no attention to cover letters whatever.This confirmed that editors differ in their treatment of cover letters，and that the comments reported in the literature and online do not represent a general position.

3.What are my main findings？

●Results indicated a discrepancy between plans and accurate information about college costs and availability.

●The results of this procedure are clearly not as expected.

讨论部分大多集中在第2、第3语步上，而且这两个语步交替进行的模式非常普遍。并非所有语步都是讨论部分所必需的，有些语步如第4、第5语步有时可能也会出现在结论部分。

I.Introduction

The Discussion section is considered the heart of an RA，which returns to the significance set up in the Introduction sections.Therefore，before writing the Discussion，reread your Introduction carefully；you will discuss how the research questions or the hypotheses have been demonstrated by the new research and then show how the field’s knowledge has been changed by the addition of this new data.While the Introduction starts generally and narrows down to the specific research questions or hypotheses，the Discussion section starts with the interpretation of the results，then moves outwards to contextualize these findings in the general field.Discussion sections are often put together with Results sections or Conclusion sections with the subheadings“Results and Discussion”or“Discussion and Conclusion”.Some Discussion sections also include the content of Conclusion sections.In this book，we introduce Discussions and Conclusions separately since these two sections have different focuses and many RAs distinguish them，too.

The functions，structural features and language features of an effective Discussion section are outlined below.

Functions

The purpose of the Discussion section is to state your interpretations and opinions of the results，explain the implications of your findings，and make suggestions for future research.Its functions are to answer the research questions posed in the Introduction section，summarize the results and explain how the results support the answers，and how the answers fit in with the existing knowledge on the topic.That is，it serves as a bridge between the current research and the previous related research，and helps to find and claim a position.

Structural Features

Many researchers have studied the Discussion section of an RA in a number of fields and proposed a five-move structure，as shown below.
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Figure 1　Move Structure of the Discussion Section of an RA

Move 1 aims to contextualize the study，i.e.，to revisit the research purposes，theory，or methodology.In most Discussion sections，Moves 2 and 3 take up the majority of the space.Moreover，cycled sequences of these two moves are typically found in this section.While not all the moves in the Discussion section are obligatory，some of the moves like 4 and 5 may be found in Conclusion sections in some RAs.

The following Discussion section taken from an RA serves as an example.Numbers are added in front of the sentences to facilitate the analysis，and useful sentence patterns and phrases are highlighted in bold.
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Language Features

Generally speaking，the language style in Discussion sections should be clear and concise.One distinct language feature in this section is the stance marker，parbicularly hedges which qualify or moderate a claim and indicate your stance toward your claims.This stance is essential in making your claims，because it makes them convincing，and shows that your claims reasonably represent the reality.Careful presentation of claims is common in almost all the field.The detailed explanation of hedges can be found in Language Features in Unit 1.

The moves and sub-moves in Discussion sections can be realized in phrases and sentence patterns.As shown in the above Discussion section，the sentence patterns in the following sequence outline its structure：“The present study examined...The findings showed that...Compared to..，an apparent increase of 13%was observed in...However，due mainly to the differences in...，we cannot appropriately compare these results.Therefore，this may explain why...In agreement with many studies[6]，[7]and[34]，sleep complaints increased with...Moreover，we found

that...Our study also showed...In the current study，...，possibly due to...This study has some limitations.First，...Second，...Third，...In addition，...Finally，future study using...would be

worthwhile.”

The following sentence patterns and phrases are frequently and typically used in different moves.The combinations of these patterns can often be found in Discussion sections.

1.Summarize the research problems，purposes，theory，or methodology of the study
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2.Summarize and report the key results.
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3.Make claims based on the results.
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4.Explain the results.
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5.Compare the new work with the previous studies.
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6.State the limitations of the study.
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7.Make recommendations for future implementation and/or for future research.
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II.Sample Analysis

（Published in The European Journal of Psychology Applied to Legal Context，2014）

Discussion

（1）The present study compared samples from different contexts（judicial and community）with a view to obtaining the clinical profile of juveniles who assault their parents.（2）Young offenders（冒犯者）charged with child-to-parent violence show a different psychological profile from those of other offenders and non-offenders，with more behavior problems outside the home and emotional problems.（3）It was hypothesized that adolescents who had been reported by their parents would present more behavior problems outside the home than those charged with other types of offence（Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2012）or non-offenders.（4）This hypothesis was confirmed on our finding that the CPV group showed higher rates of school maladjustment[school indiscipline，aversion（厌恶）to the teacher]and social maladjustment（social aggressiveness）than the other two groups.（5）These results would be in the line of those from other studies，since the profile of adolescents who assault their parents includes school adjustment problems（Ibabe et al.，2009）and violent behaviors outside the family environment（Agnew&Huguley，1989；Jaureguizar et al.，2013）.（6）On the other hand，and predictably，the two offender groups shared high scores in a range of behavior problems characteristic of young offenders in general[substance abuse proneness（倾向），use of illegal substances，hyperactivity，attention deficit，dysnomia（举名困难），and social self-maladjustment].

（7）Previous studies had found that alcohol and/or drug use predicted child-to-parent violence（Calvete et al，2013；Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2011；Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2012）.（8）The results of the present study provide a new picture，since the offenders’profile is clear：substance abuse proneness and use of illegal substances are much higher in the two offender groups than in the non-offender group.（9）The novelty of the present study’s findings resides，however，in the fact that juveniles reported for violence against their parents present higher levels of personal maladjustment，with a notable incidence of symptoms associated with depressed state（cognipunitiveness—affective depression and intropunitiveness—and poor school performance）by comparison with other young offenders and non-offenders.（10）Although few studies have focused on the analysis of emotional problems，it is important to note that these adolescents had already been identified with a profile showing more depressive symptomatology and more psychological stress，compared to those who were not violent towards their parents（e.g.，Calvete et al.，2013；Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2012；Kennedy et al.，2010）.（11）In the light of this empirical evidence it can be stated that child-to-parent violence is not solely the result of dysfunctional family relations，but is also related to behavior disorders（Kennedy et al.，2010）and emotional disorders in the juveniles involved.（12）On the other hand，it should be noted that no significant differences were found between the three groups for self-esteem，despite the findings of some previous research that young offenders who assaulted their parents had lower self-esteem than offenders who did not commit violence against their parents
 （Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2012）.（13）However，it should also be pointed out that intropunitiveness（自责），which encompasses（包含）negative self-esteem，self-hate and self-punishment is related to CPV.


（14）Secondly，and in relation to gender differences in the violence perpetrated，we expected to find higher levels of psychological and emotional violence against parents in daughters（Evans&Warren-Sohlberg，1988；Kennair&Mellor，2007；Nock&Kazdin，2002）and lower rates of behavior problems.（15）Our hypothesis was confirmed for emotional violence and for behavior problems，but there were no differences between boys and girls as regards psychological abuse.（16）Traditionally，it has been considered that males are more aggressive than females，both in situations of domestic violence and in those of peer violence（Archer，2004；Paulson et al.，1990）.（17）According to the structural model，the rate of behavior problems outside the family context was lower in girls，but there were no significant differences with regard to emotional symptoms.（18）Similar findings have been reported elsewhere（Evans et al.，2008；Kitzmann et al.，2003）.

（19）As far as the prediction of child-to-parent violence is concerned，it should be highlighted that behavior problems[hyperactivity，indiscipline，social aggressiveness，and substance use（药物滥用）]outside of the home are better predictors of CPV than emotional problems revolving basically around depressive symptomatology.（20）In a previous study，Calvete et al.（2013）also found that two behavioral characteristics of sons and daughters（drug use and proactive violence）predicted CPV.（21）The finding related to substance use is also coherent with those of diverse previous studies on CPV（e.g.，Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2011；Pagani et al.，2009）.（22）There is a well-known relationship between substance use and increased aggressiveness in interpersonal and family relations（e.g.，Brook，Brook，Rosen，De la Rosa，Montoya，&Whitman，2003）.（23）On the other hand，research has indicated that in adolescence，depressive symptomatology may precede the abuse of various chemical substances（Hovens，Cantwell&Kiriakos，1994），and in turn such abuse leads to symptoms associated with depression（Blanco&Sirvent，2006）.

（24）The relation between CPV and proactive violence supports claims about the instrumental use of violence by adolescents against their parents（Calvete et al.，2013）.（25）The fact that CPV offenders present more behavior problems than other young offenders and nonoffenders leads one to think that certain psychological problems in adolescents can precipitate（促成）situations of conflict in the family context or vice versa.（26）This difference found in CPV offenders may be due to these problems not having been diagnosed and adequately treated from the psychological point of view and because of the parents’difficulty for controlling their children’s inappropriate behaviors（e.g.，depressive symptomatology or drug abuse）.

（27）The relation between multi-level maladjustment（personal，school，and social）and antisocial and delinquent behaviors is well documented（e.g.，Arce，Faria，&Vázquez，2011；Losel&Bender，2003）.（28）Maladjustment was greater in CPV offenders than in the other two groups，and the rates yielded can be classed as quite high.（29）The clinical characteristics found in the CPV group，some of which are shared with the other young offenders group，are compatible with those in the attention deficit disorders group and the disruptive behaviors group（including attention-deficit hyperactivity disorder，dissocial disorder，and oppositional defiant disorder），and this finding is in line with those of a previous study（Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2012）.（30）Regardless of the psychological disorders in these youngsters，violent behavior by children against their parents indicates a failure of high-risk adolescents to learn the appropriate social and emotional skills for properly regulating their behaviors and emotions.（31）The results of the present study confirm the need for children in these situations to receive individual psychological therapies.

（32）The cognitive-behavioral perspective has shown itself to be the most effective in numerous behavior disorders（Yen et al.，2013）.（33）Such techniques could help to achieve changes in these youngsters as regards both the way they behave and the way they think（values，beliefs，and attitudes）.

（34）In this study it has been shown that children and adolescents who assault their parents are characterized by presenting various types of maladjustment，emotional imbalance associated with depressed state，and family dissatisfaction—characteristics traditionally associated with parental deprivation（e.g.，Bengoechea，1996）—and more recently with permissive-neglectful or indifferent parenting styles（Cottrell&Monk，2004）；（35）this issue should be addressed in future research.

Limitations

（36）The principal limitation of the present study would be that，as occurs in cross-sectional research，we cannot establish causal relationships between emotional or behavior problems and child-to-parent violence，but only treat them as predictors（not causes）of this phenomenon.（37）Another limitation would be related to the data collection methodology，as there could be problems of data validity：it is likely that some adolescents，even when responding to questionnaires anonymously and confidentially，fail to admit having assaulted their parents，either out of shame or fear of social rejection，so that the prevalence of CPV is underestimated.（38）Even so，this problem has been resolved，in part，through the information obtained on reported cases of CPV and other information provided by the Juvenile Courts.

Gambling prevalence rates among immigrants：

A multigenerational examination

（Published in Addictive Behaviors，2015）

Discussion

（1）A growing body of literature points to an“immigrant paradox”in which first-generation immigrants fare better than nonimmigrants and immigrants of subsequent generations with respect to a variety of health outcomes，including addictive disorders（Alegría et al.，2008；Breslau et al.，2009；Breslau et al.，2007；Salas-Wright et al.；2014，Salas-Wright and Vaughn，2014 and Salas-Wright et al.，2014）；however，evidence on the relationship between immigrant status and other behaviors is sparse（稀少）.（2）The present study aimed to examine whether the recently identified immigrant paradox applies to gambling behaviors by examining whether immigrants are less likely to engage in gambling or problem gambling than nonimmigrants and exploring multi-generational patterns related to gambling behavior among immigrants in the United States.

（3）Findings revealed that first generation immigrants engage in gambling and problem gambling less frequently than nonimmigrants and second and third generation immigrants.（4）Compared to first-generation immigrants，immigrants of subsequent generations and nonimmigrants were significantly more likely to report involvement in all problem gambling behaviors examined and were roughly 2—2.5 times more likely to report having spent a lot of time either“thinking about when you won or lost”or“gambling，planning bets，or studying the odds.”（5）Moreover，these patterns hold among immigrants across various regions of the world.（6）Age and duration in the United States were also important，as immigrants who arrived as children were found to be significantly more likely to report gambling compared to those who arrived as adolescents or adults.（7）This finding suggests that interventions for immigrants who arrive in the United States as children may be needed.（8）For each additional year spent in the United States，the likelihood of reporting gambling increased by 1.9%.

（9）While these findings largely reinforce results of prior research examining immigration and generational status with regards to other addictive and risk behaviors such as substance use（Almeida，Johnson，Matsumoto&Godette，2012）and psychiatric disorders（Breslau et al.，2007 and Breslau et al.，2009），the present study findings revealed additional nuance（细微差别）as it relates to gambling behavior.（10）Notably，gender，age of arrival，and duration of time spent in the United States play important roles in the link between immigrant status and gambling behavior.

（11）Multigenerational patterns revealed that men were more likely to engage in gambling than women across duration in the United States and across regions of the world.（12）While males had increased prevalence of gambling use，women across generations were roughly 3—6 times more likely to report having spent time either“gambling，planning bets，or studying the odds”and“thinking about when you won or lost.”（13）Additionally，findings revealed increased risk ratios for women，with larger risk ratios for third-generation and non-immigrants compared to second-generation immigrants.（14）These findings support previous gambling studies regarding women’s risk of developing a gambling disorder（Desai and Potenza，2008；Petry et al.，2005；Shaffer and Hall，2001）paired with overall increased prevalence rates for women（Volberg，1996）.（15）While many factors may contribute to the increase in women gambling rates，such as accessibility of gaming activities specifically designed for women and change in cultural views of gambling away from a stereotypical masculine activity（Surgey，Seibert&Women’s Health in the North，2000），the current study provides additional information on the increased risk of women immigrants compared to men.

（16）We also examined differences between immigrant men and women from various global regions.（17）Findings from this analysis point to a nuanced pattern of results suggesting a degree of heterogeneity（不均匀性）across global regions that is consistent with prior research examining differences in risk behavior among immigrants from various global regions（Salas-Wright et al.，2014；Vaughn et al.，2014 and Vaughn et al.，2014）.（18）Present study results，along with prior studies examining gambling among minority groups，indicate that minority groups are more at risk for developing gambling problems（Ellenbogen et al.，2007；Kessler et al.，2008）.（19）Little is known，however，about the cultural affiliation or acculturation（文化互渗）factors associated with problem gambling.（20）Raylu and Oei（Raylu&Oei，2004）postulate（假定）three interrelated cultural factors that may influence gambling prevalence rate of immigrants or minorities：cultural value systems that either endorse（认可）or disapprove gambling，acculturation difficulties，and resistance to seeking professional help.（21）The findings of the current study show that minority groups become more at risk for developing problem gambling across generations.（22）In the present sample，third generation and non-generation immigrants were more at risk and engaged in higher problem gambling frequency than first and second-generation immigrants.（23）The multigenerational patterns may be an outcome of acculturation，or culture-behavior relationships in which individuals change their behavioral repertoires to correspond to cultural expectations and influences（Berry，1997；Berry et al.，1992）.

（24）While it is not clear if these effects occurred due to a lack of professional help or acculturation difficulties，the similarities of increased prevalence and risk ratios across world regions suggest that cultural value systems may not have held constant across generations.

（25）Our findings add to the expanding literature on immigrants and build upon previous investigations by presenting a nuanced empirical portrait on gambling prevalence rates across generations and gender.（26）An additional asset is that prior studies have tended to rely on data from geographically circumscribed（局限的）areas and the present study is nationally representative.

（27）Also，there is the added benefit of sorting participants by country of origin revealing cross-national patterns.（28）Thus，the present study is novel in that we are able to provide results on gambling behavior from immigrant groups from around the world.（29）This extends the scope of previous work and，to our knowledge，represents the broadest study of immigrants and gambling conducted to date.

（30）Despite these strengths，the current study also possesses a number of limitations.

（31）Perhaps most notably，the data are cross-sectional and we are unable to examine causal mechanisms that are associated with gambling among immigrants.（32）Furthermore，we do not know what the longer-term prevalence of gambling will be as immigrants are exposed to a greater dose of United States culture.（33）This will require life-course study designs.（34）Although the NESARC is a nationally representative sample，it does not include enriched correctional or clinical samples，which may serve to alter study results.（35）An additional limitation is that the data did not include important contextual situational information，which is a common weakness of survey designs（Lindhorst&Tajima，2008）.（36）For instance，contextual variables related to the cultural acceptability，prevalence，and legality of gambling in immigrant feeder nations might add an additional layer of nuance to our results.（37）Future studies on immigration and gambling will benefit from including these kinds of study features.

●Previous studies had found that alcohol and/or drug use predicted child-to-parent violence（Calvete et al，2013；Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2011；Ibabe&Jaureguizar，2012）.

●Compared to the last national survey performed in 2008[6]，an apparent increase of 13%was observed in the frequency of sleep complaints after 4 years，corresponding approximately to an incidence of 29 million Brazilian inhabitants.

●The results of the present study provide a new picture，since the offenders’profile is clear：substance abuse proneness and use of illegal substances are much higher in the two offender groups than in the non-offender group.

S：Well，I found 12 participants，asked them to write a paragraph before I gave them the focused instruction as a pretest，and then another two writings after the focused instruction as posttest and delayed posttest，respectively.One was written when the instruction just completed，and the delayed one was written 15—20 days after the instruction.

A：Good.Have you obtained any results for your research？

S：Yes.You know my research question is“Will the participants integrate formulaic sequences in their writing as a result of focused instruction？”In order to answer this question，I’ve presented the results of the frequency and occurrence of formulaic sequences in the participants’writings at the three production stages in the four tables here.Tables 1 and 2 show the descriptive data，and Tables 3 and 4 present the results of the paired samples test.

A：This is well done.So how are you going to interpret your data？

S：Judging from the data，I think the focused instruction is very effective.It motivated the students to use more formulaic sequences in their posttest and delayed posttest writings.Both the frequency and the occurrence of the formulaic sequences increased a lot in the last two tests compared with the pretest writings.Also，similar results from the posttest and delayed posttest show that after the focused instruction，the participants have acquired and internalized the target formulaic sequences into their linguistic repertoires.

A：Does your point agree or contrast with any of the previous related studies？

S：Yes.These results are obviously linked to Cortes’s 2004 research.It has a hypothesis.Cortes thinks student writers do not use a lot of formulaic sequences in their writing，because no one taught them how to use them when they are writing.

A：Is there anything else that you think is worth discussing about this question？

S：Indeed.We need pay special attention to one point.That is，the manual coding of the types used in the participants’writings showed clear similarities in their use of the target formulaic sequences.Some formulaic sequences were used by almost all the participants in both the posttest and the delayed posttest.For example，“the graph shows”，“the rise and fall”，“dramatic increase”，“remain the same”，“in conclusion”，“both（A）and（B）”，and“the（A）of”，etc.Of course，these are not all the formulaic sequences they used.I think this shows that through the focused instruction the participants have become familiar with the functions of these sequences and can use them accurately in their writing.It corresponds with the research by Boers&Lindstromberg in 2009，and Jones&Haywood in 2004.

A：Your analysis sounds reasonable and convincing.I think you can begin writing the Discussion section now.

I.Introduction

The Conclusion section is an optional part of an RA.However，it does occur in a large number of articles in various journals and has become growingly important in recent years.Sometimes Conclusion sections can stand independently，or they can be a merging part of Discussion and Conclusions，or Conclusions and Suggestions.In some RAs，the conclusive sections are labeled as“Limitations and Future Direction”.The length of this section varies across disciplines and journals.In contrast to the Introduction section which goes from general to specific in terms of information flow，the Conclusion section is characterized by running from specific to general.

The functions，structural features and language features of an effective Conclusion are outlined below.


Functions

The Conclusion section provides a generalized review and evaluation of the study.It guides the reader to move from the concise summary of the principal findings to more theoretical or abstract comment of the research.It is also inclined to provide implications or applications of the investigation.

Structural Features

Although no standard structure has been discovered，four moves frequently appear in independent Conclusion sections，as shown below.
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Figure 1　Move structure of the Conclusion section of an RA

In general，Move 1 and Move 2 are obligatory，with Move 2 being the primary focus of Conclusion sections.Moves 3 and 4 tend to occur cyclically.That is，Move 4 can be repeated for each set of limitations.


Note that not all Conclusion sections employ these four moves or follow the exact order illustrated here.No matter how the author frames the moves，the end of the Conclusion section always places the research in a larger context，thereby emphasizing the value of this research.Also note that Move 1 is not simply a word-for-word repetition of the points made in the previous sections of Introduction and Discussion.Change your diction when you compose this move.

Below are two examples of Conclusion sections and the analysis of their structures.

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Language Features

The moves and sub-moves in the Conclusion section can be realized in phrases and sentence patterns.As shown in the above examples，the sentence patterns outline the structure of Conclusion sections.Example 1 runs in the following sequence：“...was found...The analyses within...indicated that...The method used in this study allowed us to...，but it did not allow us to...The question of...is an intriguing one for future research.”The sequence of example 2 is“Although...suggest that...，this assumption has rarely been investigated.We are the first researchers to investigate...Our study suggests that...Despite...，the workers in our study did not generate...More research in larger samples is required to replicate our findings and to further explore...”.

Also pay attention to the usage of tenses.Various tenses can be applied to Move 1.Move 1.2 in the first example consistently uses Past Simple；however，in the second example，Move 1.1 is in Present Simple and Present Perfect tenses while Move 1.2 uses Present and Past tenses.Move 2 and Move 3 both employ Past Simple.Nevertheless，they can also be presented in Present Simple when they introduce general and current events.Move 4 is often rendered（呈现）in Present Simple，as shown in both examples.

The following sentence patterns and phrases are frequently and typically used as signals of different moves.The combinations of these patterns can often be found in Conclusion sections.Pay attention to the collocations and tense choices indicated in these patterns.

1.Summarize the present research.
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2.Evaluate the present research positively.

Cross-national adoption of private food quality standards

（Published in Food Policy，2011）

Conclusions

The present study empirically analyses the global spread of retailer（零售商）driven food standards and possible determinants using aggregated（集合的）cross-country level data from Global GAP and BRC of 2007.Four classes of explanatory variables including historical and geographical characteristics，infrastructure conditions，sectoral and institutional characteristics as well as GDP per capita are used to explain the number of certified suppliers per country.The results of two different negative binomial models，a zero-inflated NB（零膨胀负二项式模型；NB stands for a negative binomial model）and a generalised NB，reveal distinctive differences between the two standards.

Our analysis proves the significant impact of macroeconomic determinants on the aggregated adoption of retailers’standards.There is evidence that certification at country level is not a random process but is influenced by many different historical，macroeconomic and institutional determinants.

Our results show no evidence that developing countries are excluded from retailer driven food standards per se.However，in the case of Global GAP GDP per capita is shown to be positively correlated with the number of issued certificates.Smaller countries seem to have a lower probability to have any farm certified.Furthermore，farmers’participation in organisational innovation is negatively affected by a poor institutional quality of their country as indicated by the negative estimate of the variable rule of law.The final and the most important finding shows that certification is highly influenced by previous trade relationships.

Taking these findings together，there seem to be potential barriers for farmers and firms in developing countries to establish new markets via Western European supermarkets.Especially producers in countries which have less intense or no trade relations with Western European countries might face increasing barriers.Subsequently，sourcing of retailers might concentrate on the sub-sample of countries which already delivers the largest share of agricultural and food imports.

In this framework，we are not looking at the effect of increasing demand for certified supplies by others than those of German，Dutch and British retailers.However，it seems reasonable to assume that the broadening participation of supermarkets within Western Europe in GlobalGAP and other initiatives will affect supplier-retailer relationships in an increasing number of countries.

Our approach faces two limitations.First，firms comply with standards and not countries.However，analysing firm-level adoption from a cross-country perspective faces various barriers.The costs and benefits of a certain technology’s adoption are relatively easy to quantify in monetary terms.With respect to standards，various potential benefits like improved market access to certain distribution channels，improvements of internal processes or higher stability of supplier-customer relationships are more difficult to quantify.Especially compliance costs（税收遵从成本）are，obviously，much more producer specific compared to the purchase of a certain technology.Private standards complement importing countries’national and European public regulation.Therefore，producers in countries with already higher food quality and safety requirements might face lower compliance costs than producers in countries with less stringent（严格的）public regulation.Up till now，there is no consensus in the literature under which circumstances benefits of adoption outweigh compliance and certification costs.Thus，at this point this cannot be operationalized for analysis.

The second limitation of our analysis is lacking possibility to derive any conclusions about distributional effects within countries.Subsequently，the appropriate level of analysis would be to use firm-level data.However，those are not publicly available and surveys in every country would not be feasible.The same data problem applies to the produced output under certification which would give a better indication of the standard’s economic importance within a country’s agricultural and food sector.

Overall，our study of current cross-national adoption’s determinants holds important implications for future research.It remains to be analysed whether a bifurcation（分开）of the market exists by observing what determines the certification process within countries at farm/firm-level.Most recently，results by Maertens and Swinnen（2009）point to changes in organisational structures in developing countries’export production.Furthermore，financial support of farmers and firms from exporters to obtain certificates in some cases or even the joint certification of a group of farmers via a cooperative might lead to heterogeneous individual adoption behaviour.Finally，Fulponi（2007）reports evidence of retailer’s retreat on certification due to established personal trade relations or lack of adequate suppliers.Thus，the existence of any effective demand for certification from exporters within countries and its impact on adoption behaviour will have to be analysed further.

7.Conclusions and extensions

We have examined the relationship between people’s life satisfaction/happiness and their beauty.While the beauty measures introduce difficulties into inferring the true effect of beauty on happiness，those difficulties，which differ across our data sets，do not result because we make the simple mistake of essentially relating happiness to a proxy for happiness.The difficulties with the beauty measures are more subtle in our context，but the use of a large number of different types of assessments of beauty and the one data set that allows IV estimation enable us to circumvent them.

The results suggest that a person’s beauty does increase his/her satisfaction/happiness，with effects that are not small.Among both men and women at much as half of the increase in satisfaction/happiness generated by beauty is indirect，resulting because better-looking people achieve more desirable educational，health and labor-market outcomes（higher earnings）and do better in the marriage market（including obtaining higher-income spouses）.While the majority of the indirect impact arises from non-monetary outcomes that are correlated with beauty，we show that monetary measures do have some indirect impacts on satisfaction/happiness，especially for men.

Given the importance of happiness in affecting other outcomes，our results set the stage for work relating beauty to a variety of objective behaviors，especially since some effort has begun by economists to relate happiness to these outcomes（e.g.，Daly and Wilson，2009）.These include workplace productivity，clinical depression（临床抑郁症），suicide and no doubt others too.While none of the many data sets used here allow these additional steps，they offer a chance to expand the literatures on beauty and happiness to additional，objective outcomes.

In order to draw the specific inferences about these impacts of beauty we have had to circumvent（规避）problems that arise in the collection of data measuring what is obviously a subjective characteristic.This has led us to identify three types of measurement error and to infer the directions of the biases that they induce in our estimates（not their magnitudes，since none of the data sets allowed that）.While the exercise was specific to our particular problem，the notion of these various types of measurement error applies mutatis mutandis（比照修改后）to any problem where measures of a subjective characteristic are obtained and used in describing some objective or subjective outcome.For examples，studies of the impacts of non-cognitive characteristics on children’s development，educational outcomes and adult wages would be informed by this discussion，as would studies examining interviewers’assessments of workers’job-readiness and“fit”for different types of work.The central point is that considering the nature of measurement error，as we have done here，is important in a variety of contexts in the social sciences.

Should I compose Move 1 by offering a brief summary to my study？Should I start with a restatement of my research motivation？Should I review the purpose or the nature of my research？Should I highlight the principal findings of my study？What tense should I use？

The following sentences may help you produce Move 1.

●As noted at the outset of this paper，this research was designed to provide an initial investigation into the influence of the internet upon the shopping patterns of island residents.

●This study examined the extent to which recreation participation，intercultural friendship，and adaptation to college vary by an international student’s region of origin.Findings indicate that constraints to active participation in recreation and leisure activities exist，and are a prominent aspect of intercultural friendship formation and adaptation to college.

●Given the similarity of interactional constraints placed on compliment responses，the expectation was that Twitter users would employ the same discursive strategies（话语策略）to perform self-praise.The analysis has partly confirmed this hypothesis：Twitter users self-praised via an overlapping range of strategies，among them an explicit self-praise without modification.

●In response，therefore，to our final research question：What kind of pedagogical（教学的）framework might support the kind of learning evidenced by the participants in this study，we can suggest the following.

●In conclusion，this study provides current and novel information about the relative and cumulative（累积的）importance of several personal traits in influencing the marriage decisions of young adults.

●This study reinforces research in sport and exercise psychology（e.g.，Busanich et al.，2012；McGannon&Spence，2010；Phoenix&Smith，2011；Smith&Sparkes，2002；

Sparkes&Smith，2003）which has shown that development，identity，and behavior are not simply a product of psychological processes located‘within’individuals，but powerfully shaped by sociocultural factors.It extends existing research in professional golf（e.g.，Carless&Douglas，2009；Douglas&Carless，2006a，2009a）by making these processes visible in the context of several other elite and professional sports.In addition to showing that these processes occur，our study develops recent research by revealing how they occur through identifying and detailing three psycho-sociocultural processes experienced by elite athletes.

●These limitations should be taken into account and interpretation of the findings must be made with some cautions.

●Another possible limitation involves the lack of an examination of differences in traits desired in a leader and those desired in other group members.We cannot conclusively state that these results are unique to leaders and that people do not desire these same traits in followers and equals.However，the focus of this study was within leadership and not between leadership and followership.

●The current research provides an important first step in determining the desire of trait preferences and the weight that future practice should place on considering these preferences in hiring decisions.Despite these contributions，one possible limitation of the current research lies in the target of participants’ratings.

●In light of these findings，we suggest there is a need for those of us who live and work in sport—whether as psychologist，coach，athlete，lecturer，researcher，teacher，official，broadcaster，journalist，or policymaker—to reflect on the kinds of story we tell and thereby perpetuate（延续）regarding what it is to be or become an elite sportsperson

●The measure developed for this study may be used in future research to investigate the impact of food safety culture on organizational food safety outcomes such as inspection results using organization-level analysis.

S：Yes，I think the biggest one is I don’t know if my findings can be generalized to a larger population.A larger sample than 20 students in my study will sure lead to more generalizable findings.And I also think different contexts of academic teaching and learning can be examined via experiments.In that case，we will know better about the effect of focused instruction on formulaic sequences learning.

A：What do you mean by“different contexts of academic teaching and learning”？

S：Well，I mean students of different types，foreign language learners for example，or students of different ages，or classes for different writing tasks，for example，RA writing.

Objectives

●To learn the functions，the structure and language features of Abstracts.

●To produce an effective Abstract.

●To learn how to choose Keywords.

I.Introduction

An Abstract is a self-contained，short，but informative statement that describes an RA.It is an original and independent document based on the complete article，rather than an excerpted passage or a critique of the article.The location of an Abstract is between the title and the beginning of the text.However，it should be the last thing to write，once you are sure of the conclusions you will reach.The functions，structural，language and other features of an effective Abstract are outlined below.

Functions

Generally speaking，there are two purposes of an Abstract—selection and indexing.An effective Abstract provides readers with useful information so that they can quickly decide whether it is relevant to their own study and whether it is worthwhile to read the whole article.The other main purpose of the Abstract is for large database indexing.Since researchers often search databases to keep up with the latest findings，an Abstract shall incorporate key terms to increase the chances of retrieval.A well-written Abstract，thus，can increase the impact of your work in your field.This is why scholars are very careful in choosing the words and contents for their abstracts.In addition，an Abstract should be able to stand alone as a representation of the RA.For those who are not interested in details，the Abstract should be informative enough for them to learn the key points of the RA.

Structural Features

There are two types of Abstracts—Informative Abstracts and Indicative Abstracts.An Informative Abstract is generally used in a strictly-structured document like an experiment，investigation，or survey.These Abstracts cover the purpose，methodology，results，and conclusions presented in the original document.Indicative Abstracts are used in the less-structured documents，such as editorials，essays，books，and conference proceedings.They usually serve as a guide to the contents of an article，including the purpose and scope of the research，and sometimes the method by which the problem is solved.But they don’t provide specific answers to the research questions.

The format of an Abstract follows disciplinary conventions.However，five moves are generally employed in Abstracts，especially Informative Abstracts，the most popular format in RAs（Fig.1）.
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Figure 1　Move structure of the Abstract section of an RA

Move 1 is sometimes omitted if the research background is well-accepted by readers.Move 3 is briefly mentioned，or integrated into Move 2 if there is no need to stress the research method.If the paper introduces a new method or apparatus，the last two moves might be focused on：

●What are the advantages or the applications of the method or apparatus？

●How well does it work？

The following text illustrates the five moves of an Abstract section，with each sentence labeled with a number.

Note that the structure of an Abstract is in essence the structure of a paper，but the importance given to the different components can vary according to research purposes or between disciplines.You should look at Abstracts of research that are similar to your own work as models.
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Language Features

1.Sentence Patterns

The following part will focus on the phrases and sentence patterns typically employed in the Abstract moves.You may also refer to previous units for more phrases and sentence patterns for similar functional purposes.

Move 1　Background

The following two types are often paired to form Move 1.This move is optional.

Type A：Starting with a real-world phenomenon or with standard practice
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Type B：Starting with a problem or uncertainty
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Move 2　Research Purpose/Action

Sometimes，authors also directly begin the Abstract section with the research purpose or action.

Type A：Starting with purpose or objective
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Type B：Starting with present researcher action

Move 3　Methods

Move 3 includes information about data，participants，instruments etc.Move 3 is supposed to be minimized in the Abstract，unless the contribution lies in the methodology.
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Move 4　Results

This part，most attractive to readers，is the highlight of an Abstract.It is a convention to report the general results or the most important findings first，and then provide specific results or less important findings.
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In addition，there is a tendency to use an inanimate subject（e.g.，The results/The findings of this study...）or a third person pronoun rather than a human subject（We/I）.
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Move 5　A Concluding Statement

Type A：Ending with a definite conclusion and self-promotion
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Type B：Ending with a descriptive，a non-evaluative statement
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Type C：Ending with general implications
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Type D：Ending with recommendations
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2.Verb Tense

Non-native speakers often struggle with verb tenses.It’s true that writers don’t always stick with one tense all through this section.Think about the message you want to send.Do you want to describe a well-known phenomenon or report what you have done in the experiment？Or do you want to show your stance on your research findings？Choose the appropriate verb tense according to the time you refer to and the information you convey.

The present tense or present perfect tense is often used in Move 1 and 2 to state the research background and purpose.The method is generally described in the past simple tense，as it is about what you did.However，it is also possible to use the present simple tense to talk about the methodology，especially in relation to the calculations or equations presented in the article.The results can be expressed in either the present tense or the past tense.The sentences with the past tense report what was found in the study，while those with the present tense sound stronger in stance and authority.In the last move，achievements are generally expressed in the present simple tense or the present perfect tense，and applications are normally stated in the present simple tense.

3.Length

The length of an Abstract varies according to its use.The traditional Abstract of a journal article is between 150—200 words，or even shorter（80—150 words）.Structured Abstracts（i.e.，those divided by subheadings）are longer（the exact length depending on the requirements of a journal or a conference）.

4.Terminology

It is advisable to avoid unfamiliar terms，trade names，acronyms（首字母缩写），abbreviations（简称），and symbols.New terms should be defined when they first appear in an Abstract.For the purpose of electronic searching，abstracts should express a term both in its abbreviated form and spelled-out form.

II.Keywords Choice

The Abstract section is often followed by a set of Keywords which are chosen for indexing purposes.The right Keywords increase the visibility of an RA and attract the readers with related interests.There are several suggestions for selecting Keywords.

1.Choose from the most frequent concepts in the document.Key Words are supposed to represent the key points of an RA.Their candidates are usually the most frequently mentioned terms as well.

2.Consider variations.Well-accepted abbreviations of the chosen words（phrases）should also be taken into account，such as“HIV”in the medical field.However，the most commonly used forms in the related area are preferred.

3.Use familiar terms.If you coin a name for your new technique，it is better not to include it in the Key Word list，as unfamiliar terminology would not increase your chances of retrieval.On the other hand，very general terms，such as“mechanics”，are not helping either.

4.Check the specification of your target journals.They may provide instructions for authors，concerning the number of Key Words，and sometimes the preferred Key Word list.For instance，medical articles are often requested to use the Key Words included in the U.S.National Library of Medicine’s collection of Medical Subject Headings（MSH）.

STEMS-Air：A simple GIS-based air pollution dispersion model for city-wide exposure assessment


（Published in Science of the Total Environment，2011）

Abstract

Current methods of air pollution modelling do not readily meet the needs of air pollution mapping for short term（i.e.，daily）exposure studies.The main limiting factor is that for those few models that couple with a GIS there are insufficient tools for directly mapping air pollution both at high spatial resolution and over large areas（e.g.，city wide）.A simple GIS-based air pollution model（STEMS-Air）has been developed for PM10 to meet these needs with the option to choose different exposure averaging periods（e.g.，daily and annual）.STEMS-Air uses the grid-based FOCALSUM function in ArcGIS in conjunction with a fine grid of emission sources and basic information on meteorology to implement a simple Gaussian plume model（高斯烟羽模型）of air pollution dispersion（扩散）.STEMS-Air was developed and validated in London，UK，using data on concentrations of PM10 from routinely available monitoring data.Results from the validation study show that STEMS-Air performs well in predicting both daily（at four sites）and annual（at 30 sites）concentrations of PM10.For daily modelling，STEMS-Air achieved r2 values in the range 0.19—0.43（pb0.001）based solely on traffic-related emissions and r2 values in the range 0.41—0.63（pb0.001）when adding information on‘background’levels of PM10.For annual modelling of PM10，the model returned r2 in the range 0.67—0.77（Pb0.001）when compared with monitored concentrations.The model can thus be used for rapid production of daily or annual city-wide air pollution maps either as a screening process in urban air quality planning and management，or as the basis for health risk assessment and epidemiological（流行病学的）studies.

●The current study investigated the influence of culture on children’s evaluations of plagiarism by comparing children from three countries—the United States，Mexico，and China—that differ in terms of their emphasis on the protection of intellectual property and ideas.

●The current paper draws upon novel data from the DDB Needham Life Style Survey to take another look at the evolution of women’s subjective well-being.

The following sentences may help you present major findings.

●A content analysis of 1847 postings at two relevant message boards provided support for the assumption that attributions of cause and responsibility are important predictors of publics’evaluations of organizations in crisis situations.Findings also revealed that stakeholders actively engage in such attributional inferences spontaneously without being prompted by researchers.

●As hypothesized，discrepancies for inhibition subscales were of a larger magnitude than those for dysregulated expression subscales.

●Results from the validation study show that STEMS-Air performs well in predicting both daily（at four sites）and annual（at 30 sites）concentrations of PM10.For daily modelling，STEMS-Air achieved r2 values in the range 0.19—0.43（pb0.001）based solely on traffic-related emissions and r2 values in the range 0.41—0.63（pb0.001）when adding information on‘background’levels of PM10.For annual modelling of PM10，the model returned r2 in the range 0.67—0.77（Pb0.001）when compared with monitored concentrations.

●Results showed that the love-is-blind bias positively predicted the experience of anxious jealousy even after controlling for the effects of lovestyles and relationship satisfaction.Furthermore，the love-is-blind bias was significantly and positively correlated with possessive jealousy，but did not emerge as a significant predictor once the effects of lovestyles had been taken into account.Finally，the love-is-blind bias was not significantly correlated with reactive jealousy.

●The present study provided initial evidence showing that the fear of happiness（a belief that happiness may have negative consequences）influenced people’s responses to the items of a life satisfaction scale in an Iranian university student sample.

●Thus，our results highlight the potential role of the learning environment in contributing to differences in a child’s cognitive abilities at age twelve.

●Possible explanations for these associations are discussed，particularly in the context of pro-and anti-social perspectives towards SNS and Facebook in particular.

The following sentences may help you write the research implications.

●The model can thus be used for rapid production of daily or annual city-wide air pollution maps either as a screening process in urban air quality planning and management，or as the basis for health risk assessment and epidemiological studies.

●These methods are applicable for high-resolution，high-content mapping and phenotyping of normal and pathological elements within intact organs and bodies.

●Our method is of very low computational cost，while providing acceptable levels of alarm sensitivity and specificity.

●We suggest that much more attention needs to be paid to non-sport related factors.

●Innovative pharmacologic and device-based approaches are needed to improve the poor prognosis of patients with CAC.

A：I heard that your paper was almost finished.

S：You’re right，but where do I begin？

A：You can begin with the topic of your study.What is it about？

S：It is about the role of teaching formulaic sequences in second language acquisition.I want to find out whether teaching formulaic sequences explicitly would help L2（2nd language）learners use these sequences in their writing.

A：How is your study different from other studies of a similar kind？

S：Formulaic sequences are not new to experts of second language acquisition.People have studied their use in speech production，but not many of them study formulaic sequences in writing especially if teaching these sequences can help student use them in their writing.This is why I chose this topic.

A：Then，how do you prove your hypothesis？What does your research design look like？

S：I enrolled 12 participants from different L1（1st language）backgrounds and different proficiency levels.They received weeks of academic writing training.Then，they sat three writing tests at the beginning of the study before any instruction，at the end of the study and fifteen to twenty days after the end of the training period.After that，I used quantitative content analysis to evaluate their work and identified the frequency and occurrence of words，phrases，or grammatical structures in it.

A：Another question.How did you teach the formulaic sequences？

S：I used focused instructions based on conscious-raising.In other words，each formulaic sequence was taught explicitly to direct learners’attention to it.I believe this instructional approach could be effective in teaching formulaic sequences which are less likely to be noticed than vocabulary.

A：What have you found？

S：I’ve found the explicit instructions were really helpful.The participants used more formulaic sequences after the training.It seems they have integrated these sequences pretty well.

A：You see，you already have the Abstract in your mind.Now，let’s think about the Key Words.

S：Hmm...I’m not quite sure yet.The focus of my study is formulaic sequences.I did a quantitative study on the role of explicit teaching of them in academic writing.So I guess I will include“formulaic sequences”，“explicit teaching”，“academic writing”，and...“L2 learners”？Maybe.

A：Good.Now you have all your need for your Abstract and Keywords.


Unit 11　Titles

标题是论文给读者的第一印象，可以向读者传达研究范围、主题、方法，甚至研究结果等重要信息，所以标题中每个词的选择都要经过深思熟虑。

常用的标题类型有三种：名词短语型、复合型和句子型。名词短语型标题简洁、清晰，应用广泛；复合型标题突出研究特色，抓人眼球；句子型标题直接描述研究发现，常用于生物、医学领域。不同学科领域中常用类型有所不同，作者可以根据自己的学科惯例选择合适的类型。


标题写作须兼具信息性和简洁性，适当控制标题长度，同时注意冠词、介词、大小写、标点、缩写等细节。

Objectives

●To learn the functions，structures and language features of titles.

●To practice the useful patterns and expressions frequently and typically used in titles.

●To produce an effective title.

I.Introduction

The title summarizes the main idea of an RA with the fewest possible words.With a“privileged”position in the article，an effective title，informative and engaging，makes a good first impression on readers，and encourages them to read more.Authors are meticulous in their word choice，given that good titles communicate important information and increase the chance of retrieval from large online databases.If you have difficulty settling on a satisfactory one，use a working title at the early stage of the writing process.The final form usually takes shape at the last stage after much thought.The following introduction focuses on the functions，structural and language features，and other features of academic titles.

Functions

In order to make every word count，authors are advised to take into consideration the functions of titles.A good title is able to：

●indicate the topic and scope of the study in a clear and concise manner；

●immediately attract readers who are interested in the relevant field with the right key terms；

●be easily discovered by indexing systems and online search engines.

Structural Features

There are three typical kinds of titles：nominal titles，compound titles，and full sentence titles.Other forms include participle titles and prepositional titles，but they are less popular.

1.Nominal Titles

Nominal titles account for a large proportion of engineering articles.They are generally presented in two forms：

a.noun phrase+prepositional phrase

e.g.

●A review of solar collectors and thermal energy storage in solar thermal applications

●Trends in big data analytics

●A framework for supply chain performance measurement

●Management control systems as a package—Opportunities，challenges and research directions

b.noun phrase（+noun phrase）

e.g.

●Cultural group selection，coevolutionary processes and large-scale cooperation

●Ethics，character，and authentic transformational leadership behavior

The combination of noun phrase and prepositional phrase is the most popular form of nominal titles.This structure allows for extended information in both the noun phrase and the prepositional phrase.Also，prepositional phrases could take on a wide of range of noun collocates，presenting the research topic，scope，context，method，and other factors in a brief manner.Prepositions，such as of，in，for，by，on，from，with are often used.A typical pattern of this structure is A of B in C，in which A refers to the research method，action or process，B indicates the research subject and C suggests the scope，time or location of the research.For instance，“Applications of nanotechnology in water and wastewater treatment”follows the structure of“A of B in C”，clearly showing the research action，objective，and the field where the technology is applied.

The noun phrase（+noun phrase）title emphasizes the theme of the research，but they are less informative given its structural constraint.

2.　Compound Titles

Compound titles are featured by a colon，a dash，or a question mark that separates them into a main title and a subtitle.The main title works as a“hook”，promoting the paper’s specific subject.It is in general the new and exciting element of your study，typically shown in a set of key terms，or sometimes in the form of a catchy phrase or a direct quotation from a text.

e.g.

●Improving online learning：Student perceptions of useful and challenging characteristics

●The‘five rights’of clinical reasoning：An educational model to enhance nursing students’ability to identify and manage clinically‘at risk’patients

●Why do people use information technology？A critical review of the technology acceptance model

Subtitles provide additional information of a study，such as its research type，context，geographic，or temporal scope.

e.g.

●Mindfulness-based stress reduction and health benefits：A meta-analysis

●Qualitative content analysis in nursing research：concepts，procedures and measures to achieve trustworthiness

●Welfare effects of vegetable commercialization：Evidence from smallholder producers in Kenya

Compound titles fall into four categories：general-specific，topic-method，problem-solution，and major-minor.The first two types represent the prevailing compound titles in RAs.Table 1 illustrates each type with a sample title.

Table 1　Four types of compound titles
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Compound titles are quite common in social science articles.They are also gaining acceptance in science writings，but usually used in a different way.Compound titles in science writings are more straightforward in projecting the most exciting element of the paper，thereby using a number of key terms that directly relate to the paper’s theme，significance or methods.Catchy phrases and direct quotations are less found in these articles.

Several reasons account for the popularity of compound titles.First，the presence of colon or question mark helps to highlight the significance of the paper or draw attention；second，since they consist of two phrases instead of one，they are capable of including more information so as to increase its discoverability；third，authors don’t have to worry about arranging several prepositional phrases if the title includes much information.

3.　Full Sentence Titles

Full sentence titles are not common in engineering articles.They are，however，increasingly favored by some disciplines such as biology and medicine.Full sentence titles are composed of a head and a positive or a negative declarative verb in the present tense.They tend to be more specific and assertive about the discovery of the study，thus making the paper easily noticed.

e.g.

●Eye contact elicits bodily self-awareness in human adults

●Circulating tumor cell clusters are oligoclonal precursors of breast cancer metastasis

●A systematic analysis of biosynthetic gene clusters in the human microbiome reveals a common family of antibiotics

4.　Other Forms of Titles

a.participle phrase

A Participle phrase title is usually a present participle followed by prepositional phrases or infinitive clauses.It highlights the research action or process which is not a typical research focus.Thus，it is less favored by academic writers.

e.g.

●Exploring the transition from registered nurse to family nurse practitioner

●Developing a framework for critiquing health research：An early evaluation

b.prepositional phrase

A prepositional phrase title generally indicates the research scope.Due to the lack of verbs，such titles are less informative and are rarely used in RAs.

e.g.

●From a literature review to a conceptual framework for sustainable supply chain management

●Toward a socioliterate approach to second language teacher education

Note that“clever”or“joke”titles are not desirable for graduate students who intend to build an academic reputation.Such titles may appear more eye-catching，but unfortunately，they are rarely welcomed in academic publications.A straightforward，scholarly title with a set of key terms would ensure its attraction to the right kind of readers.

Language Features

1.Frequently Used Phrases and Words

The following phrases are typically employed in titles：
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Typical verbs and verb phrases used in full sentence titles are control，promote，prevent，reveal，be，enable，trigger，regulate，maintain，require，reduce，be required for，be essential for.

2.Dynamism

Every word in the title matters.In order to increase the dynamism（活力），you should be careful about redundant words，such as a study of，an analysis of，an investigation into and an inquiry into.For instance，in the title“A study of the role of social media in online travel information search”，the first three words give no information，only making the title lengthy and loose instead.A better version is“The role of social media in online travel information search”.

However，modifiers could turn phrases such as a study of and an analysis of into informative ones，such as a systematic analysis of，a content analysis of，a longitudinal study of，a qualitative study of，a comparative study of，and an empirical study of.

Note that such words as investigation or study also make you sound less conclusive.If you want to stay open with your conclusion，use these words to form a less certain tone.

Another way to make your title more dynamic is to use verbs rather than abstract nouns.Let’s consider the following pairs of titles：

●1a.A Natural Language for Problem Solution in Cross Cultural Communication

●1b.A Natural Language for Solving Problems in Cross Cultural Communication

●2a.An accurate model for the prediction of the autoignition temperature of pure compounds

●2b.An accurate model for predicting the autoignition temperature of pure compounds

In these two pairs，1b and 2b are easier to read than 1a and 2a.Also，2b is 2 words shorter than the other version.

3.Length

Effective titles are thought to be brief and concise，but it does not necessarily mean that they must be short.Short titles，such as“Ethical leadership”that works well as a book title，may be too generic and unhelpful to the readers of RAs.On the contrary，longer titles provide a clear description of the study.“Ethical leadership：A review and future directions”apparently makes more sense to the readers.In addition，longer and more comprehensive titles contain more important key words，thus improving their discoverability by the search engines.

However，remember that a lengthy title is not welcome.Effective titles should be long enough to communicate meaningful information and concise enough to make immediate sense to the readers.

4.A String of Nouns and the Use of Prepositions

Pre-modifiers are prevalent in Chinese.This results in a tendency of overusing pre-modifiers in RA titles.Chinese authors tend to use a string of nouns as the pre-modifier and neglect the role of prepositions.For example，“A wastewaters’heavy metal ions removal review”may be comprehensible for a Chinese reader，since its order of the nouns corresponds with that of a Chinese title“废水重金属离子处理的综述研究”.The English version，however，is a bit confusing for readers from English-speaking countries.It is advisable to rearrange the order of nouns and use proper prepositions.A clearer version is“Removal of heavy metal ions from wastewaters：A review”.

Native English speakers sometimes use a string of nouns，especially when coining technical terms.They intuitively know whether these phrases will be well accepted，but unfortunately，non-native speakers rarely have such intuitions.In fact，a long string may be confusing and misleading.Also，some nouns，such as trends，boundaries，technologies and specifications，are not usually pre-modified by a series of nouns.If you try to use a combination of nouns in the title，and are not sure of it，check it with a large corpus，such as COCA（Corpus of Contemporary American English）and Google Search Engine.

Prepositions help readers understand how the different constituents in the title are related with each other.If a title contains more than five words，you probably need prepositions to straighten out the order of its various constituents.Table 2 exemplifies the typical uses of some frequently used prepositions in the title.

Table 2　Typical uses of some frequently used prepositions in the title
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5.Articles

The use of articles is complex and tricky，and especially difficult for non-English speakers.There are several general rules that you should know to create an academic title.

First，a singular countable noun must be preceded by an article.a is used when the noun refers to an entire group，or is one of the same kind，whereas the would be used when the noun is specified.the is also used to generalize classes of animals，body organs，plants，musical instruments，and complex inventions.But this form is uncommon for simple inanimate objects，like books or bottles.

Second，an uncountable noun does not require a preceding article.Without an article，it refers to a group in general；with the article the，the noun phrase specifies a particular amount of the noun.

Third，plural nouns with no article refer to all the nouns in a particular group or an indefinite quantity of the noun.If the is placed before the plural noun，the noun phrase points to a specific quantity of the nouns.

Let’s consider an example：

●Social capital，self-esteem，and use of online social network sites：A longitudinal analysis

In this title，Social capital，self-esteem，and use are uncountable nouns，so no articles are required in front of them.Online social network sites，being a plural form，refer to such sites in general.A longitudinal analysis suggests that it is the first time the author mentions the analysis，and it is one of the other analyses of the same kind.

Let’s look at another example：

●We’re all connected：The power of the social media ecosystem

Noun 1+of+noun 2 is a typical sequence used in the title.As to the example above，power is preceded by the，specifying its possessive relation with the second noun，the social media ecosystem.Sometimes，there is no article before the second noun.In this case，the second noun has no definite inference or serves as the attribute of the first noun，as in the title below：

●Users of the world，unite！The challenges and opportunities of Social Media

The zero article before social media suggests that this paper focuses on the challenges and opportunities concerning social media.

It is interesting that the use or non-use of the changes the meaning of the title in some cases.Consider the following titles：

●The risk factors for suicides in bipolar disorder：A systematic review

●Risk factors for suicides in bipolar disorder：A systematic review

In the first title，the author implies that he/she has discovered all the risk factors that lead to suicides in bipolar disorder，whereas the second one suggests that the author only includes some of the factors，which sounds less conclusive and more modest.

The use of the also follows the disciplinary convention，sometimes different from the rules of general English.For example，a singular countable noun should be preceded by an article，but in some disciplines，such as medicine，biology and chemistry，it seems to be very common to omit the before the first noun in the titles，as in the following ones：

●Effect of pressure，composition and temperature characteristics on thermal response and overall reaction rates in a metal hydride tank

●Influence of the environment on protein bond energies

●Impact of cadmium，cobalt and nickel on sequence-specific DNA binding of p63 and p73 in vitro and in cells

●Association of genetic variants of the incretin-related genes with quantitative traits and occurrence of type 2 diabetes in Japanese

6.Capitalization

Generally，there are two ways to capitalize a title.Different citation systems have their own preferences.One way is to capitalize the first word，the last word，and all the principal words in a title.The capitalized parts of speech include：nouns，pronouns，verbs，adjectives，adverbs，and subordinating conjunctions.Articles，prepositions，coordinating conjunctions and to in infinitives should not be capitalized when they fall in the middle of a title.

The other way of capitalization is to use a capital letter at the beginning of the first word，and leave the rest of the words in lower cases.The proper nouns，of course，are exceptions.They should have initial capital letters.

Both ways are common practices in academic writing.But your choice of capitalization should accord with the citation system required by your instructor or your chosen journal.

7.Punctuation

A title can contain commas（，），parenthesis（（　））and quotation marks（“　”），but you should not use period（.），semicolons（；）and slashes（/）.Commas are used in the middle of the title and quotation marks are used only for a part of the title，not the entire title.

Question marks are generally not used at the end of the title（e.g.，How Metabolism Generates Signals during Innate Immunity and Inflammation），unless the author intends to raise a research question or challenge the proposition suggested in the title.You are more likely to see them in the first part of a compound title.

8.Abbreviations and Acronyms

Abbreviations and acronyms are generally avoided in titles，unless they are already well accepted in the related research field.Some suggest including both a full name and its abbreviation or acronym in the title，with the short one in parenthesis.However，if you don’t want to lengthen you title with two forms，check with the Google Search or other academic indexing systems.The one with more returns are recommended.

I.Introduction

The section of Acknowledgements is usually short and brief，used to express the author’s gratitude to the individual（s）or institution（s）who have offered assistance and support for the research.The Acknowledgements section is often placed at the end of an RA before the references，or at the bottom of the front page as a footnote for the title.The tradition of acknowledging the help from others started in the 1960s，and has now become a common practice in the academic community.

The forms“Acknowledgements”and“Acknowledgments”are both found in academic papers.However，“Acknowledgments”is preferred in American and Canadian publications，while“Acknowledgements”is more prevalent outside North America.

The functions，structural and language features of an effective section of Acknowledgements are outlined below.

Functions

The major function of Acknowledgements is to give credit to those involved in the production of a research paper.Think about those involved in your research project：your advisors，the lab assistants，the data you acquired from other research colleagues，and the funding you received from an institution.They may have all contributed to your study.As the only part that allows for a personal touch，the Acknowledgments section offers a good opportunity to pay tribute to all the individuals and institutions that are significant to the research.Also，it plays a role in building an author’s professional and personal identity.Readers can learn of the author’s research experience and his/her scholarly and social networks from it.In addition，well-written acknowledgements may help you make a good impression on your reviewers.

Structural Features

Figure 1 presents the major moves of the Acknowledgements section.
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Figure 1　Move structure of the Acknowledgements section in an RA

Move 1 can be found in the acknowledgements of all disciplines.The thanks cover a wide range of support，including intellectual support，ideas，feedback from well-established professors，colleagues and other researchers in the corresponding areas.It is advisable to give thanks by name，unless the receiver is anonymous or there are too many of them.

As for Move 2，if your project received financial support from a foundation or research group，such as a grant，a fellowship，or a scholarship，it would be appropriate to thank the foundation or organization by name.The acknowledgement for access to data occurs more frequently in hard science documents.The access includes offering unpublished results，article pre-prints，data collection instruments，and so on.

In Move 3，the purpose of claiming responsibility is to absolve（免除责任）other individuals or institutions concerned from any possible faults in the data，results and ideas of the research project，and meanwhile，claim the ownership of the work.Sometimes，authors give dedications to the most special people in their research.If there is an earlier version presented at a conference or in other formal public sources，the author should write a statement of clarification.Some journals also require the author to write a statement clarifying his/her connections to the individuals or institutions concerned，for instance，the financial ties to sponsors.

Note that not all the moves are included in the Acknowledgements and there are disciplinary variations in the choice of moves.In fact，the most common steps are thanking for academic assistance and thanking for financial support，which are the core of the Acknowledgements section and are most valued by authors.In disciplines that rely heavily on financial support，such as medicine，biochemistry，and engineering，thanks for support from grants and institutions occur more frequently in authors’acknowledgements.In comparison，thanks for comments from reviewers are more preferred in soft sciences which generally receive less funding，but value more comments and advice from authorities.

Also note that thanking for moral support，a prevalent move in the Acknowledgements of theses and dissertations，however，is not common in those of RAs.

Read the Acknowledgements section below.Numbers are added in front of the sentences to facilitate the analysis，and useful sentence patterns are highlighted in bold.
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Language Features

1.Sentence Patterns

The moves in the Acknowledgements section can be realized in phrases and sentence patterns，as shown in the above example，“The authors thank...for very helpful comments and...for research assistance.This research uses data from...Special acknowledgment is due to...for assistance in the original design.”

The following part will focus on the phrases and sentence patterns typically employed in Acknowledgements sections.

Move 1　Thank for academic assistance
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Move 2　Thank for resources
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Move 3　Announce responsibilities，inspirations，and other facts that need to be clarified
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2.Modifying Thanking Acts

Authors often use adjectives or adverbs to intensify the extent of their gratitude.And it is interesting to find that there is a strong preference for a few lexical items—special，especially，sincere（ly），and deeply.For example，

●I would like to extend special thanks to those people who were exceptionally generous with their time and assistance.

●I am deeply grateful for individuals，who appear in this article as C.J.，Mr.Yu，and Karen，for their permission to use interview data as well as written correspondence.

3.Choice of Subjects

It is generally advisable for researchers，especially student researchers，to avoid the first person in RA writing.However，authors seem to feel free to use the first person“I”/“we”as the subject so as to express their sincerity in giving acknowledgements.For example，

●I wish to thank Darlene Coone and Matt Opalack for their patient and expert editorial assistance.

However，sometimes authors also adopt more impersonal expressions to create a formal way of recognition.Consider the following example：

●Special thanks go to Dr.Jim Bryant，the Executive Director of the FCSHWM，and to Ms.Gisela Bosch and Dr.Paul Still，the program monitors.

No subject is mentioned in this sentence，which forms a short and formal act of thanks，but also distances the writer from his acknowledgees.

Another feature of subject choice is that authors often use the third person to state the resource assistance，especially from institutions，thus downplaying their role in giving thanks：

●This work was supported by funding from National Science Foundation Biocomplexity Grant（DEB-0409984 to NCE）.
