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前言

本书的编写严格按照最新考研英语大纲对考生翻译和写作能力的考核要求，结合历年考研英语试题和考生的备考需要进行。全书分为两部分，第一部分是英译汉，第二部分是短文写作。


英译汉部分包括以下六项内容：


第一，概述英译汉的考试内容和命题特点，并结合真题的考题对评分标准进行分析。

第二，分析英译汉解题过程中的一些认识误区，并提出相应的备考策略，使考生心中有数，有针对性地进行复习。

第三，对英译汉的解题步骤及具体方法与技巧进行讲解。

第四，精选最具代表性的考试真题，深度剖析和总结英译汉的考点和内容，重点讲解英译汉中对专用术语、词类转换、词的增减等现象的处理，以及特殊句型结构的翻译，比如定语结构、并列结构、比较结构、被动语态、否定句、倒装结构及复合句等。

第五，对英译汉常考的重点词汇、短语及典型句型进行总结和分析。

第六，提供40套英译汉模拟试题及参考译文供考生在复习和冲刺阶段练习使用。


短文写作部分包括以下六项内容：


第一，对短文写作进行整体描述。这样做便于帮助考生对考研英语写作的要求、评分标准和高分作文等有一定的了解。此外，该部分还对命题的特点和趋势进行了具体分析，让考生从一开始就对考研作文有全方位的了解。

第二，分析短文写作的题型特点及写作技巧。首先对考研英语大纲一直要求、2005年考试中新增的应用文，如各类信函、摘要等的写作进行了讲解，选取的例子颇具代表性。然后对常见的短文写作的五种题型——图画式作文、图表式作文、命题式作文、段首句式作文和情景式作文的特点和写作技巧进行分析，既有理论又有实例，全面、实用。该部分还有针对性地列出了一些经典的句型和文章展开模式，便于考生熟记应用。

第三，讲解考研英语作文的三种主要写作模式：现象解释模式、问题解决模式和比较对比模式。

第四，总结考研英语写作中的常见错误，并提出应对策略。

第五，提供短文写作备考百宝箱，其中收录的主要资源有：热点词汇、经典句式（包括常用句式、必背句式、写作范例200句、常用谚语80句）、常考模板（包括小作文八大模板、大作文四大模板）等。

第六，提供50篇写作模拟试题和参考范文，供考生在复习和冲刺阶段练习使用。所设计的题目均为社会生活中大家普遍关注的热点问题，具有较强的参考价值。除了提供范文，编者还对文章的构思和结构安排进行了分析讲解，并给出了与题目有关的词语和句型，以便考生举一反三，掌握同一话题的核心词汇，提高表达能力。

总之，本书以切实提高考生水平为宗旨，选题精当，讲解详尽，步骤明确，容易掌握。编者希望在帮助考生赢得考试的同时，也能让考生掌握正确的翻译方法，切实提高写作水平。

本书在编写过程中，参考了许多国内外的图书资料和网络资源，并得到许多专家和同行的指导和帮助，在此一并表示感谢。

囿于编者水平，本书疏漏之处在所难免，敬请广大读者和同行予以批评指正。

第一部分　英译汉

一、英译汉题型概述与命题特点

1　英译汉的考试内容

2005年全国硕士研究生入学考试英语试题作出了调整，笔试中取消了听力部分，“英译汉”成为试题的第二部分“阅读理解”中的C节。本节共五小题，每小题2分，共计10分。它要求考生阅读一篇400词左右的文章，并将其中五个划线部分的句子翻译成汉语，要求汉语译文准确、完整、通顺。英译汉属于主观题，要求考生将答案写在答题纸2上。

英译汉作为阅读理解的一部分，主要是考查考生准确理解概念或结构比较复杂的英语材料的能力。要做好英译汉，考生既要有较强的理解能力，又要掌握英译汉的基本技能。

在翻译过程中，考生必须全面理解文章内容，并且遵循翻译的基本原则，根据对文章的理解，灵活处理一般性翻译技巧和具体句型翻译的关系、概念的直译与意译之间的关系等。

2　英译汉的命题特点

1）英译汉试题的选材

英译汉试题所选用文章的体裁以议论文和说明文为主，多是从报刊、杂志和书籍中摘录的片段。但涉及到的内容和意思有相对的独立性，且比较抽象。在近年的英译汉试题所选文章中，这一点非常明显。另外，2005年还出现了一个特殊情况，即北京、安徽等省市考试时临时更换了翻译题，这道题后来出人意料地被2007年英译汉试题采用。下面我们来看一下近几年英译汉试题的题材范围：
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从上面的内容可以看出，英译汉试题多选自自然科学、社会科学的科普性、常识性的文章。这是由于研究生入学英语考试是公共课考试，需兼顾人文和理工各科考生。文章语言规范，逻辑严谨，句式工整。由于材料内容常常与当年的热点话题和人们普遍关心的问题有关，因此，经常阅读中英文报纸、杂志和期刊会对考生有所帮助。

2）英译汉试题的句型结构

英译汉试题的句子通常比较长，且结构复杂，包含多个从句。比如：


【真题】
 While there are almost as many definitions of history as there are historians, ‖modern practice most closely conforms to one that sees history as the attempt to recreate and explain the significant events of the past.


【分析】
 这个句子总共有36个单词。其结构包括：while引导的主从复合句；主句中that引导的定语从句；从句中as...as的结构。因此整个句子非常复杂，对翻译造成了许多困难。

英译汉试题的一个常考点是省略句。省略现象是一个值得考生充分注意的考点，它要求考生对句子、段落、甚至文章的整体进行理解，然后才能明白省略部分的意思。比如：


【真题】
 Until these issues are resolved, a technology of behavior will continue to be rejected, and with it possibly the only way to solve our problems.


【分析】
 本句的后半部分是一个省略句，补全了应该是and with it possibly the only way to solve our problems will continue to be rejected
 。由于省略部分（黑体）与上一句的后半部分完全一样，它在第二句中被省略了。在阅读此句时，考生必须看到第二句与前一句是用and连接的并列关系，同时，还必须看到它缺少谓语。这样考生才能推断出它的谓语与前一句完全一样，并且被省略了。

3）英译汉试题的用词特征


·　意思抽象，用法灵活。
 英译汉所考句子的用词常常意思抽象，用法灵活。如上面题目中的词汇conforms to、modern practice、definitions等，都需要仔细斟酌意思。近年的考题中出现了大量科技方面的术语和专有名词，理解的难度也加大了。如1998年英译汉试题中出现的cosmic clouds（宇宙云），the Big Bang（宇宙大爆炸理论），ground-based detectors（陆基探测器），balloon-borne instruments（球载仪器）等。


·　一词多义。
 一词多义的现象在英译汉试题中经常出现，我们平时掌握的词汇意思常常不适用。在翻译中，考生尤其要注意词汇在上下文中的作用和意思。


【真题】
 Social science is that branch of intellectual enquiry which seeks to study humans and their endeavors in the same reasoned, orderly, systematic, and dispassioned manner that natural scientists use for the study of natural phenomena.


【分析】
 句子中的intellectual enquiry不可译为“智力询问”，虽然它在字面上是这个意思。要把句子意思全面准确地表达出来，考生必须结合上下文，把握全句的主要意思，并根据词汇的意思进行引申理解，从而找出最恰当的释义。需要注意的是，这种词往往是翻译题的考点，也是特别给分或扣分的地方。这里的intellectual enquiry可以翻译成“知识探求”。只有在理清上下文线索的前提下才有可能做到翻译所要求的准确和完整。


·　代词的翻译。
 英语中多代词，汉语中多名词。英语中不仅有we、you、he、they等人称代词，还有that、which之类的关系代词。为了使句子结构正确、语义清楚，同时避免表达上的重复，那些长而复杂的英语句子里往往会使用很多代词。汉语中虽然也有代词，但由于中文结构相对松散、句子相对较短，往往更多地使用名词，使语义更加清楚。因此在英译汉时，要根据上下文译出it、they、this、that等代词的真正含义。


【真题】
 There will be television chat shows hosted by robots, and cars with pollution monitors that will disable them when they offend.


【译文】
 届时，将出现由机器人主持的电视谈话节目以及装有污染监控器的汽车，一旦这些汽车排污超标（或违规），监测器就会使其停驶。


【分析】
 原句中用了三个代词：关系代词that、宾格代词them和主格代词they，而汉语译文中却只用一个代词“其”，that被译作名词“监控器”，they被译作名词“汽车”。这是因为汉语里没有关系代词，that从语法上讲指代的是先行词monitors，把它译成名词“监控器”就成了很顺畅的汉语表达。而如果把they译成“它们”，译文就有可能语义不清，因为“它们”有可能指“汽车”，也有可能指“监控器”。由此可见，英语里很多代词译成汉语时都要变成名词。

此外，许多考研翻译题中代词的指代对象往往不在划线部分，在这种情况下，代词更应该翻译成名词。


【真题】
 They are the possessions of the autonomous (self-governing) man of traditional theory, and they're essential to practices in which a person is held responsible for his conduct and given credit for his achievements.


【译文】
 自由和尊严是传统理论当中自主者（自我约束者）拥有的最宝贵的东西，一个人必须对其行为负责，他的成绩必须得到赞扬，在这些实践中，自由和尊严是必不可少的。


【分析】
 原文中的they在划线的句中显然找不到指代对象，根据上下文，它应该指前面提到的freedom and dignity（自由和尊严），在翻译的时候如果将其译成“它们”，意思就含糊不清，如果译成“他们”，那就大错特错了，因此译成名词“自由和尊严”更为恰当。

既然“英译汉”被设计为阅读理解的一部分，它自然要求考生具备理解能力，这也符合翻译要在语境中理解句子意思的规律，更体现了“准确的理解是翻译的前提”这种要求。只有读懂文章的内容，才能做到准确、通顺地传达意思。

4）英译汉句子的表达习惯

英译汉句子常常体现英语思维习惯，难以和汉语语序和结构对等理解。


【真题】
 Science moves forward, they say, not so much through the insights of great men of genius as because of more ordinary things like improved techniques and tools.


【分析】
 这是一个主从复合句。主句表达论点，从句表达原因。从句中的not so much...as...句式在汉语句子中没有对等的结构，不能用“不比……多”这样的结构来翻译。这要求考生既要有准确理解英语的能力，又要有英汉两种语言之间的转换能力。这个结构只能用“不是……而是”这样的符合汉语习惯的结构来翻译。

5）总结

总结这一部分的内容，我们可以说，全国硕士研究生入学英语考试英译汉试题的特点是：

·　翻译是阅读理解的一部分，即对文章准确的理解是准确翻译的基础；

·　翻译中对英语材料的准确理解与阅读理解中的准确理解是不同的概念，翻译中所谓的“准确理解”在于准确把握每一个概念的意思、每一层语法的修饰关系；

·　对文章的准确理解只是翻译的前提和基础，是翻译的第一步。翻译的过程包括把理解准确的英语翻译成通顺的、符合表达习惯的汉语。

3　英译汉的评分标准

了解英译汉试题的评分标准对考生而言既是非常重要的，也是非常必要的。下面我们来看一下近几年的评分标准：
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现以2007年考研英语英译汉真题为例，说明该部分各句如何分段给分：

这篇文章主要讲对大学生，尤其是新闻专业的学生进行法律教育的重要性。其大概意思是：以前，在加拿大，学习法律一直被看作是律师的事情，但现在这已经日益成为普通高等教育的重要组成部分，法律知识也已经被看作是受过教育的公民所必备的知识素养。法律中的公正、民主、自由等观念与实际紧密相连；对于新闻专业的学生和新闻工作者来说，法律知识的储备和对于宪法的了解尤为重要，后者对于他们对新闻，尤其是政治新闻的把握和判断是必不可少的。

需要翻译的五个句子具有三个特点。一是句子结构比较复杂
 ，如将作状语的介词词组插入动词词组中，而不是放在其后；定语从句中又套定语从句和状语从句；同位语从句；并列结构修饰同一个中心词；本身包含从句的从句作it的真实主语；含有并列结构的不定式作it的真实主语，等等。二是划线句子对上下文的依赖较大
 ，一方面是名词和代词词组的所指，如第一句中的such institutions，第二句中的it、these concepts等需要到上文中去找；另一方面，对第二句的翻译有赖于其后边的例子所作的进一步的解释和说明。三是词汇的难度较大
 ，用词抽象、一词多义的较多，如special preserve、intellectual、equipment等，其具体含义需要根据上下文进行引申理解。总之，词义和代词及名词词组对上下文的依赖是这套题非常突出的特点之一，这进一步提醒我们要注重对语篇的理解，培养根据上下文猜测词义的能力。另外，在平常记忆单词时，要用联想记忆等科学的方法全面掌握一个单词的多个含义。具体分析如下：

46．Traditionally, legal learning has been viewed
 （0.5分）in such institutions as the special preserve of lawyers（0.5分）rather than a necessary part of the intellectual equipment of an educated person.（1分）


参考答案：
 长久以来，法律知识在这类学校里一直被视为律师所专有的，而不是一个受教育者的知识素养的必要组成部分。
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整句示例：

 　按照传统的观点，在这些大学里学习法律知识一直被看作律师的特权，而不是作为一个受教育者必备知识的一部分。（2分）


例2
 　传统上，法律方面的学习在这些大学中被视为律师的专业课程安排，而不是每一个被教育者的知识储备中的必不可少的一部分。（1.5分）

 　传统教育通常反映在一些机构如法律中指定的机构，不是给受训者提供一些先进的设备。（0分）

 （0.5分）in a manner which is parallel to
 （0.5分）the links journalists forge on a daily basis as they cover and comment on the news
 . (1分）


参考答案：
 另一方面，这一学科把这些概念结合到日常生活中，这与新闻记者每天报道和评论新闻时的做法是相同的。
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整句示例：

 　另一方面，法律学科将这些观念与现实生活相联系，就好比记者们每天在报道和评论新闻时的做法一样。（2分）

 新闻记者应比普通公民更加透彻地了解法律，而这种看法是基于他们对新闻媒体业已确立的规约和特殊责任的理解。

 . (1分）


参考答案：
 事实上，很难设想那些对加拿大宪法的基本要点缺乏清晰了解的新闻记者何以能胜任政治新闻的报道工作。
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整句示例：

 　事实上，很难想象一个对加拿大宪法基本特征没有清楚理解的记者能够胜任政治事件报道的工作。（2分）


例2
 　事实上，没有清楚地抓住加拿大宪法的记者很难胜任报道政治新闻的工作。（1.5分）


例3
 　事实上，很难发现一个没有很好抓住加拿大宪法的记者能否胜任关于政治故事报道的工作。（1分）


例4
 　事实上，一个不能清楚把握加拿大机构基础条文的记者能在政治上做一件有竞争力的工作还是挺难的。（0.5分）


例5
 　事实上看到一个没有清楚的加拿大国家基本特征观点的记者做一个关于政治事件的报道是很困难的。（0分）

50．While comment and reaction from lawyers
 （0.5分）may enhance stories
 , （0.5分）it is preferable for journalists to rely on their own notions of significance and make their own judgments
 . (1分）


参考答案：
 尽管律师的见解和反应会提高报道的质量，但新闻记者最好凭借他们自己对重要性的理解自行作出判断。
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整句示例：



例1
 　虽然律师所作出的评论和反应或许会提升报道新闻的质量，但是新闻记者最好能借助自己对该新闻重要程度所具有的看法作出他们自己的判断。（2分）


例2
 　尽管律师所作出的评价和反应可以加强故事的可读性，但记者最好能依靠自己对该新闻意义所具有的看法，并作出他们自己的判断。（1.5分）


例3
 　虽然律师的评论和反应能增强对故事的理解，但更重要的，记者需要依靠他们对事件重要性的看法，并作出他们自己的判断。（1分）


例4
 　当律师的评价和反应能增加故事性时，但对记者来说理解和判断会十分完美。（0.5分）


例5
 　法律界可能增强故事，依靠他们自己国家的影响作出他们自己的判断，这是很重要的。（0分）

二、英译汉的备考策略

1　认识误区

英译汉的评分标准是每个句子微观评分，综合扣分，各句的要点是给分的重点。整句译错、意思扭曲不给分。在试卷上，考生只需写出一种正确的答案即可。千万记住：不要在试卷上写出两种译文让阅卷老师挑选。


历年来，考生英译汉试题的得分不甚理想，其原因主要有两方面：一是大学英语没有开设专门的翻译课，大部分学生对翻译的基本原则和基本要领缺乏认识。二是考生对翻译本身存在理解上的误区，认为只要理解了句子的意思就能自然而然地把句子翻译出来。考生在潜意识中总是认为，只要阅读理解没问题，翻译就会迎刃而解。从考生的答题情况和实际得分来看，这种认识显然是错误的。结果是，面对结构复杂、意思抽象的句子，面对多义词、复杂的修饰关系和抽象的整体句意，考生常常束手无策，无法准确理解，更不能用汉语将句子意思通顺地表达出来。

简单地说，如果不了解两种语言的特征，对翻译的原则、方法和技巧没有明确的认识或者不能灵活运用，就无法顺利地进行翻译。

2　翻译的步骤

针对这些问题，考生应该把握符合题型的解题规律和解题顺序。


第一步，浏览文章大意。
 这和我们平时阅读理解时浏览文章，对文章的大概意思进行初步了解的思路相同。需要注意的是，做英汉翻译时，没有必要将文章从头到尾、一句不漏地通读一遍。浏览每一段的前一两句是必要的，而与划线部分相关联的上下文才是重点。


第二步，仔细分析句子结构。
 首先是对长句的拆分，一般的句子可以有三段或者四段语法上相对独立、意思上相对完整的语法单位。先找出句子的主干结构，即主语、谓语和宾语中心词。再找出各种修饰成分，分清修饰关系。其次是对句子结构的理解，按照主句和从句、主干结构和从属结构尽量将句子分析透彻。然后是对概念的把握，包括专有名词、惯用语、多义词，以及对理解整个句子起关键作用的词和短语。考生要特别注意容易重复出现的考点。

分析句子是做好英译汉试题的关键。如果对句子结构的分析有误，或对多义词的理解有偏差，都会严重影响译文的准确、完整和通顺。


第三步，完成对句子的翻译。
 根据汉语习惯重新组织英文原句，保证汉语表达的通顺和完整。也就是说，在句子的所有语法关系都拆分清楚，所有的词语理解都没有疑义之后，才开始汉语翻译。词语要准确，修饰关系要分明，句子意思要确定。以符合汉语语序习惯为准则，对各个英语语法单位重新组合，可以采用顺译或逆译，语序可以前后调整，词语也可增减、可重复、可省略。长句可以拆分成短句，短句则可以合并成长句。

总之，这一步的重点是调整英语和汉语在表达方式上的差异。一方面，正确的翻译是句子分析到位的结果；另一方面，正确的翻译更是使汉语和英语差异得到调整和对应，并将这些差异在翻译过程中尽量消除的结果。做好这一步的标准是译文完全符合汉语自身的表达习惯。


第四步，复查。
 在实际操作过程中，在划线部分的翻译结束之后，应再看一遍文章，保证译文意思和全文相符，没有矛盾的地方。通读译文全句，检查各句中的要点、难点，因为评分标准采用的是每个句子微观评分，也就是每句会拆分成不同的部分，给分的重点是各句中的要点。同时还要检查译文的完整性，不可漏译、少译。再则就是句子在语境中要和文章内容一致，防止整句译错，意思扭曲。

简单地说，英译汉试题的要求是：准确的阅读理解，完整的句子结构转换，符合汉语习惯的表达方式。考生应该做到：

·　准确理解材料：准确理解英语原文是翻译的前提，汉语译文应该准确体现原文的意思；

·　力求完整：所谓完整即将英语的修饰限定关系，如词与词之间、句子与句子之间的关系翻译得全面到位；

·　要符合汉语表达习惯：不能出现既不像汉语，又不像英语的句型句式。

三、英译汉的方法与技巧

翻译是两种语言的转换。考生首先必须对英语和汉语两种语言的不同特征有所了解。词典所提供的词语的中文意思是翻译的基础，而词语在句子中的意思则要依照上下文的具体语境而定。在英语中，词和短语的意思要根据词语之间的前后搭配关系而定；句子的意思要根据句子之间的修饰关系与逻辑关系而定。具体地说，动词短语要看其前后的主语和宾语；介词要看它所修饰的中心词的词义和习惯搭配；连词要根据整个句子的意思及句子之间的关系而定；状语要看动词部分的意思；各种从句的意思要看它们与主句的关系：因果、并列、递进等关系的翻译方法各不相同。

汉语则不同。汉语字词本身没有语法上格和数等方面的变化，不同的顺序组合可以使同样的词产生不同的意思。所以，英译汉的关键在于调整汉语语序。根据英语产生汉语意思，用汉语的语序和汉语的表达习惯完整准确地把意思表达出来。如果只知其大意，而不懂调整语序，那么翻译过来的句子会洋腔浓重、佶屈聱牙。这也正是通常说的翻译者自己知道原文的意思，就是说不出来或表达不清楚的情况。

简单而言，考研英译汉试题就是要求考生准确地理解英语，完整、通顺地进行语言转换。具体来说，就是在准确理解英语的基础上，采用直译、意译、增词、减词、词性转换等具体技巧将英文意思用汉语表达出来。

下面介绍英译汉的一些常用技巧。

1　词的处理

1）专用术语与习惯用语

考生在做翻译题时，在理解和表达方面一般应以意思通顺为主要目标，将英文句子的几层主要意思用比较通顺的中文表达出来，而不要拘泥于句子当中的个别词汇，在上面耽搁太长时间，更不要见到生词就慌神，影响对整个句子的理解。遇到动词、形容词这种功能性词汇，可以根据周围语义关系对意思进行合理推测。

英译汉试题的文章大多与科技有关，科技术语出现得比较频繁。考生专业各不相同，因此要求每位考生都做出十分地道的专业化的翻译是不现实的。对于专用名词，可尽量按照字面意思直译，不要过度联想和发挥。人名、地名的翻译按照音译即可，不需要过于讲究。

以下是历年考题中的专用名词和专业术语的实例及正确的译法。
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一般的习语和惯用语意思固定，不需要看上下文，可以直接翻译。惯用语的掌握依靠平时积累，是词汇积累的直接体现。

考研真题实例：
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2）词类转换

由于英汉两种语言的表达习惯不同，在翻译时有时需要进行词类转换。在英译汉实践中，词义引申或词类转换是常见现象。比如：outside the area of moral choice可译为“无须考虑道德问题”；extremists of this kind可译为“这类人持极端看法”。在这两个例子中，英文中的介词和名词在翻译过程中变成了动词。

词类可根据词语在上下文中所起的作用进行转换，也可根据汉语表达习惯的要求进行转换，在实际操作中须变通处理、灵活掌握。下面提供词类转换的部分实例，请考生多加体会。

3）词的增减

由于英汉语法和表达习惯的差异，在英译汉的过程中，有时需要增加或删除词汇。根据句子结构的需要，英语有时会有前后文省略的现象。增词的译法就是要求把英语表达中省略的词增补出来，使汉语意思表达得完整、通顺。

英语讲究形合，在语法逻辑和修饰关系上常常要求成分完备，主语、谓语、宾语一应俱全，如果直译成汉语，有时会出现重复。汉语句子则讲究意合，表现在连词少、冠词少、代词少。因此，英泽汉时，有时需要将在意义上重复的部分删除。

词的增减是根据汉语句型特征的需要来进行的。下面来看一些具体的例子。

2　句型结构的翻译

1）定语结构

在汉语中，定语与所修饰中心词的位置一般是定语在前，中心词在后，语序为“定语＋中心词”。而在英语中，定语与中心词的位置关系要复杂得多。在英语中，如果定语是单词，那么多数情况下，它和汉语习惯一样放在中心词前面。但是如果定语是短语或从句，那么它放在中心词后面，语序为“中心词＋短语或定语从句”，这就是定语的后置。翻译时可以将后置定语按照汉语习惯放到中心词前面，也可以顺译，将定语从句译成一个句子。定语的翻译是每年必考的重点。


（1）后置定语前移


例1
 　There is no agreement whether methodology refers to the concepts peculiar to historical work in general
 or to the research techniques appropriate to the various branches of historical inquiry
 .

第一个中心词the concepts后面有定语peculiar to historical work in general；第二个中心词the research techniques后面有定语appropriate to the various branches of historical inquiry。翻译时后置的定语前移，即将中心词后面的定语在汉语译文中移到中心词前面。


译文
 　方法论是指一般的历史研究中的特有概念，还是指历史探究中各个具体领域使用的研究手段，人们对此意见不一。


例2
 　There will be television chat shows hosted by robots
 , and cars with pollution monitors that will disable them when they offend
 .

句中两个主语都带有后置的定语。第一个主语television chat shows的定语是过去分词短语hosted by robots，第二个主语cars的定语是介词短语with pollution monitors。这两个后置定语翻译时都需前置，将原文的后置定语放在汉语译文名词中心词的前面。定语从句that will disable them修饰的先行词是pollution monitors，翻译时将定语从句译为独立的句子。


译文
 　届时，将出现由机器人主持的电视谈话节目以及装有污染监控器的汽车，一旦这些汽车排污超标（或违规），监控器就会使其停驶。

（2）定语从句和主句分译

有时，定语从句的内容复杂，无法将定语从句与主句合起来译为一句话。这时就需要将定语从句与主句断开，将定语从句翻译成独立的句子。


例1
 　"In short", a leader of the new school contends, "the scientific revolution, as we call it, was largely the improvement and invention and use of a series of instruments that expanded the reach of science in innumerable directions
 ."

句中划线的部分是定语从句，先行词是the improvement and invention and use of a series of instruments。翻译时将主句译为一句话，然后将定语从句译成另一个独立的句子，但必须重复先行词作主语。


译文
 　新学派的一位领袖人物坚持说：“简而言之，我们所谓的科学革命，主要是指一系列器具的改进、发明和使用，而这些改进、发明和使用使科学发展无所不及。”


例2
 　Actually, it isn't, because it assumes that there is an agreed account of human rights, which is something the world does not have
 .

句中划线的部分是定语从句，先行词是an agreed account of human rights。该定语从句中又包含了一个定语从句the world does not have，修饰something。翻译时，可以将第一个定语从句单独成句，注意须重复which的实际意思。


译文
 　事实并非如此，因为这种说法是以人们对人权有共同的认识为基础的，而这种共同认识在世界上并不存在。


例3
 　Scientists are trying to imitate some of the capabilities of the human brain, which will be able to lead to the construction of an entirely new electronic computer
 .

句中的划线部分是定语从句，但它没有先行词，而是修饰主句中所说的那一行为。因此，它只能分译成一个独立的句子。即“科学家模仿人脑的能力”这个行为将“可以促成全新的计算机的诞生”。


译文
 　科学家们正试图模仿人脑的某些能力，这将促成一种全新的电子计算机的产生。

（3）分词短语译成动词

如果定语是分词短语，即非谓语动词，而且短语较长，可以考虑将其译为动词谓语，和原来的动词谓语并列。

Astrophysicists working with ground-based detectors at the South Pole and balloon-borne instruments
 are closing in on such structures, and may report their findings soon.

句子划线部分是一个现在分词短语，修饰主语astrophysicists。翻译时，采用顺译方法，将分词短语部分译成一个句子。


译文
 　天体物理学家使用南极陆基探测器及球载仪器，正越来越近地观测这些云系，也许不久就会报告他们的观测结果。

（4）as引导的从句的翻译

If the small hot spots look as expected
 , that will be a triumph for yet another scientific idea, a refinement of the Big Bang called the inflationary universe theory.

句子划线部分是as引导的从句。可翻译成“正如预计的那样”。


译文
 　假如那些小热点看上去同预计的一致，那就意味着又一科学论说的胜利，这种论说即更完美的大爆炸论，亦称宇宙膨胀说。


其他as引导的从句译法举例：

2）并列结构

并列结构指两个或两个以上的并列成分先后排列，有明显的连词标记，或由标点符号连接。最常见的标志词是：and, or, but, both...and..., neither...nor..., not...but, as well as, not only...but also...等。翻译时，并列结构并不一定都译成“和”，需根据连接词的意思灵活处理。并列结构是每年必考的重点。



例1
 　Interest in historical methods has arisen less through
 external challenge to the validity of history as an intellectual discipline and more from
 internal quarrels among historians themselves.

句子划线部分是两个并列的状语。through和from两词均表示原因，意思几乎完全相同。直译为“比较少的是因为……，更多的原因是……”。


译文
 　人们之所以更加关注历史研究的方法论，主要是因为史学界内部意见不一，其次是因为外界并不认为历史是一门学问。


例2
 　It applies equally to traditional historians
 who view history as only the external and internal criticism of sources, and to social science historians
 who equate their activity with specific techniques.

句子划线部分是两个并列的介词宾语。traditional historians和social science historians相互并列，各有定语从句修饰，分别指两种历史学家。


译文
 　这种谬论同样存在于历史传统派和历史社科派；前者认为历史就是史学界内部和外部人士对各种史料来源的评论，后者认为历史的研究是具体方法的研究。


例3
 　This seems most effectively done by supporting a certain amount of research not related to
 immediate goals but of
 possible consequence in the future.

句子划线部分是并列定语结构，两个定语均修饰中心词research。


译文
 　给某些与当前目标无关但将来可能产生影响的科研以支持，看来通常能有效地解决这一问题。


例4
 　New forms of thought
 as well as new subjects for thought
 must arise in the future as they have in the past, giving rise to new standards of elegance.

句子划线部分为两个并列的主语，由as well as连接，构成并列结构。


译文
 　同过去一样，将来必然会出现新的思维方式和新的思维对象，给完美以新的标准。


例5
 　How well the predictions will be validated by later performance depends upon the amount, reliability, and appropriateness
 of the information used and on the skill and wisdom
 with which it is interpreted.

句子主语为How well...performance，此部分是一个主语从句。谓语为depends upon... and on...。宾语为划线部分内容，是两个并列的宾语。


译文
 　这些预测在多大程度上为后来的表现所证实，这取决于所采用信息的数量、可靠性和适用性，以及解释这些信息的技能和才智。


例6
 　Whether to use tests, other kinds of information, or both in a particular situation depends, therefore, upon the evidence from experience
 concerning comparative validity and upon such factors as cost and availability
 .

句子主语为Whether to use..., or...situation，此部分是一个主语从句。谓语是depends upon...and upon...。宾语是两个划线的部分，是并列结构。


译文
 　因此，在某一特定情况下，究竟是采用测试还是其他种类的信息，或是两者兼用，需凭有关相对效度的经验依据而定，也取决于诸如费用和实用性等因素。

3）比较结构

英语中表示比较的结构很多，常见的表示比较结构的词组有：as...as（和……相同），more than（比……多），not so much...as（与其……不如），rather...than（是……而不是）等。比较结构通常是有表示比较的词语的结构，但其实英语中比较结构的表现形式十分多样，翻译时应该根据上下文句意而定。


例1
 　While there are almost as many
 definitions of history as
 there are historians, modern practice most closely conforms to one that sees history as the attempt to recreate and explain the significant events of the past.

句子主干结构是从句＋主句。在While引导的让步状语从句中，有as...as结构表示比较。这个比较结构直译的意思是：“历史学家的人数几乎和历史的定义一样多。”按照断句的方法译作：“有多少历史学家，就有多少关于历史的定义。”如果表达得更确切，译法应该是：“几乎每个历史学家对历史学都有自己的界定。”


译文
 　几乎每个历史学家对历史学都有自己的界定，但现代史学家的实践最趋向于认为，历史学试图重现过去的重大史实并对其做出解释。


例2
 　Science moves forward, they say, not so much
 through the insights of great men of genius as
 because of more ordinary things like improved techniques and tools.

句子主干结构是：Science moves forward...not so much through...as because of...。并列结构not so much...as连接句子的两个原因状语（through和because of），译作“与其说……不如说……”。


译文
 　他们说，科学的发展与其说源于天才伟人的真知灼见，不如说源于改进的技术和工具等更为普通的东西。


例3
 　When that happens, it is not a mistake: it is mankind's instinct for moral reasoning in action, an instinct that should be encouraged rather than
 laughed at.

句子主干结构是两个复合句，由冒号分隔开来。 rather than连接两个并列结构be encouraged和laughed at，它用来肯定前者，否定后者，意思为“是……而不是”。


译文
 　这种反应并不错，这是人类用道德观念进行推理的本能在起作用，这种本能应得到鼓励而不应遭到嘲笑。

4）被动语态

在英语中，被动语态的使用很常见。尤其是科普类文章，注重叙事推理，强调客观事实，通常不需要说明动作主体。汉语则不同，汉语中被动语态很少出现。即使使用被动语态，其表达方式也非常简单。绝大多数情况下只使用“被”字结构，或“为……所”，“由……来”等结构。所以，将英语被动结构译成汉语时，常常需要转换成主动结构。如果主语和宾语关系清楚，将主语和宾语变换位置即可，或将被动结构译成汉语的祈使句或无主句，或将被动结构译成汉语的判断句或“是”字结构。当然，也可以直接照原句型翻译成被动结构，这种译法多用于科技类的文章。

（1）被动结构译为主动结构


例1
 　It leads the discussion to extremes at the outset: it invites you to think that animals should be treated either with
 the consideration humans extend to other humans, or with
 no consideration at all.

句中animals should be treated either with..., or with...是一个被动结构，连接两个表示选择方式的状语。翻译时将英语被动结构的主语译成宾语，即主宾颠倒。


译文
 　这种说法从一开始就将讨论引向两个极端，它使人们认为对待动物要么像对人类自身一样关切体谅，要么完全冷漠无情。


例2
 　However, the world is so made
 that elegant systems are in principle unable to deal with some of the world's more fascinating and delightful aspects.

主句the world is so made...是一个被动结构。翻译时采用顺译方法，即英文原句中被动结构的主语依然作汉语译文的主语，保持原句语序不变。


译文
 　然而，世界就是如此，完美的体系一般而言是无法解决世界上某些更加引人入胜的课题的。

（2）被动结构译为被动结构


例1
 　Over the years, tools and technology themselves as a source of fundamental innovation have largely been ignored by
 historians and philosophers of science.

句子主干结构是一个简单的被动语态结构：tools and technology...have largely been ignored by...翻译时译成被动句，即主语不变，用“被”表示被动结构。


译文
 　多年来，工具和技术本身作为根本性创新的源泉，在很大程度上被历史学家和科学思想家们忽视了。


例2
 　The device was used
 in ancient Egypt to drain and irrigate land in the Nile Valley.

句中划线部分是一个简单的被动结构。也可用“被”来表示。


译文
 　在古埃及的尼罗河流域，这种设备被用来排水和灌溉。

（3）被动结构译为无主句

当英语被动结构表示观点、意向和态度，且句中不包含动作的执行者时，被动结构可译为无主句。翻译时，一般应该在无主句中加入“要”，“必须”，“才能”等表示观点和态度的助动词。英语中一些动词固定搭配通常译为无主句，比如pay attention to, take care of, take account of, make efforts, take pain, make use of等。

Full use must be made of
 human resources.（必须充分利用人力资源。）

In the development of social economy, the cultural tradition must be kept
 .（在社会经济发展过程中，必须保持文化传统。）

（4）被动结构译为判断句

英语被动句描述事物的性质或状态时，通常可以译成“是……的”句式。

The desk is made of
 wood.（桌子是用木头做成的。）

The economic development is
 to a great extent decided by
 science and technology.（经济的发展很大程度上是由科学技术决定的。）

（5）形式主语it引导的被动句

这种结构属于习惯用法，在阅读材料中出现的机率很高，译法也很固定，作为固定短语记牢即可。翻译时可以和句子分开，作为一个插入语放在句子前面。
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5）否定句

英语否定句常由否定词not来表示。但是在有些情况下，否定句没有否定词，也不一定翻译成“不”。否定句的翻译千变万化，也是翻译难点。

（1）否定部分转移

英语句子中的否定部分在译成汉语时需要有所变动。这是汉语习惯所决定的。

They do not invent
 the advanced machine to serve their private interest, but benefit man.（他们发明这种先进的机器不是为了图私利，而是为了造福人类。）

（2）部分否定

由not与all、each、every、any、both、many、much、often、always、quite等构成，无论not在什么位置，都是不完全否定。


All
 that glitters is not
 gold.（闪光的未必都是金子。）

（3）全部否定

通常由no、none、not、never、neither、nothing、nowhere、nor、none、neither...nor...等否定词构成，是对整个句子的否定。


No
 man is born wise.（没有人天生是智者。）

（4）副词词义否定

His English is far from
 being satisfactory.（他的英语一点都不令人满意。）

（5）形容词词义否定

He should be the last
 man to tell a lie.（他决不会撒谎。）

（6）名词词义否定

People frequently fall into avoidable error because of a failure
 to reason correctly.（人们常常因为不能正确推理而陷于本可避免的错误之中。）

（7）连词词义否定

I will do anything but
 go there alone.（我决不一个人到那里去。）

（8）形式否定，意思肯定

Some people argue that now that women claim equality, they no longer
 need to be treated differently
 from men.（有人说，既然妇女要求平等，她们就应该受到与男子相同的待遇。）

（9）双重否定表示肯定

There is nothing unexpected
 about it.（一切都在意料之中。）

6）倒装结构

倒装结构在英语中比较常见。使用倒装结构的目的是为了强调部分内容，可能是为了保持句子平衡，也可能是为了避免重复。英语倒装结构的表现形式是谓语或谓语的一部分位于主语之前。翻译时须恢复主语和谓语的正常语序，同时还须体现倒装结构的语气效果。有个别句子可以保留倒装语序。下面来看几个例子：


例1
 　Odd though it sounds
 , cosmic inflation is a scientifically plausible consequence of some respected ideas in elementary-particle physics, and many astrophysicists have been convinced for the better part of a decade that it is true.

句子主干结构是让步状语从句＋主句。划线部分是让步状语从句。翻译时先将倒装结构恢复为正常词序：Odd though it sounds = Though it sounds odd。


译文
 　宇宙膨胀说虽然听似奇特，但它是基本粒子物理学中一些公认的理论在科学上看来可信的推论。许多天体物理学家七八年来一直认为这一学说是正确的。


例2
 　For example, they do not compensate for gross social inequality, and thus do not tell how able an underprivileged youngster might have been had he grown up under more favorable circumstances
 .

句子主干结构是简单句＋主句＋条件状语从句。划线部分是条件状语从句，是虚拟语气的倒装结构：had he grown up under more favorable circumstances = if he had grown up under more favorable circumstances。


译文
 　例如，测试并不会弥补明显的社会不公，因此它们不能说明一个物质条件差的年轻人，如果在较好的环境下成长的话，会有多大才干。

7）复合句

复合句指包含主句和从句的复杂句子。社科及自然科学科普类文章知识信息量大，逻辑性强，因而复合句较多。考研真题中大部分是复合句。


复合句的翻译步骤是：第一，弄清句子的主干结构，分清主句和从句以及它们之间的关系；第二，分析主句和从句的主要成分，具体地说，就是找出主语、谓语、宾语的中心词；第三，根据意群，将句子拆分为各个语法单位，即围绕中心词的附属成分。

复合句的翻译可以按照原来的语序“顺译”，也可以重新调整句子成分进行“逆译”。顺译法就是在翻译时保留原文句子的语序，保留原文句子的结构和顺序，顺译的译文须符合汉语习惯。例如：


例1
 　Prior to the twentieth century, women in novels were stereotypes of lacking any features that made them unique individuals and were also subject to numerous restrictions imposed by the male-dominated culture.


译文
 　在20世纪以前，小说中的妇女都是一个模式。她们没有任何特点，因而无法成为独特的个体；她们还要屈从于由男性主宰的文化强加给她们的种种束缚。


例2
 　This method of using "controls" can be applied to a variety of situations, and can be used to find the answer to questions as widely different as "Must moisture be present if iron is to rust?" and "Which variety of beans gives the greatest yield in one season?"


译文
 　这种使用“参照物”的方法可以应用于许多种情况，也能用来为各种迵然不同的问题寻找答案，如：“铁生锈是否必须有一定的湿度才行？”和“哪种豆类一季的产量最高？”


例3
 　If parents were prepared for this adolescent reaction, and realized that it was a sign that the child was growing up and developing valuable powers of observation and independent judgment, they would not be so hurt, and therefore would not drive the child into opposition by resenting and resisting it.


译文
 　如果做父母的对青少年的这种反应有所准备，而且认为这是显示孩子正在成长、正在形成宝贵的观察力和独立的判断力的标志，他们就不会感到如此伤心，也就不会因对此产生愤恨和反对的情绪而把孩子推到对立面去。

逆译法就是改变英语语序，按符合汉语习惯的语序将句子翻译过来。英语思维的习惯是先说结论，后解释原因和条件；或者先表达主要内容，后说附属成分。而汉语表达习惯一般是先讲原因，后讲结果；先说一般情况，后说重要内容。因此，逆译法在翻译中常常使用。例如：


例1
 　It is probably easier for teachers than for students to appreciate the reasons why learning English seems to become increasingly difficult once the basic structures and patterns of the language have been understood.


译文
 　一旦了解了英语的基本结构和句型，再往下学似乎就越来越难了，也许教师比学生更容易理解这其中的原因。


例2
 　They (the poor) are the first to experience technological progress as a curse which destroys the old muscle-power jobs that previous generations used as a means to fight their way out of poverty.


译文
 　对于以往几代人来说，旧式的体力劳动是一种用以摆脱贫困的手段，而技术的进步则摧毁了穷人赖以为生的体力活儿，因此首先体验到技术进步之害的是穷人。


例3
 　A great number of graduate students were driven into the intellectual slum when in the United States the intellectual poor became the classic poor, the poor under the rather romantic guise of the Beat Generation, a real phenomenon in the late fifties.


译文
 　20世纪50年代后期的美国出现了一个任何人都不可能视而不见的现象，穷知识分子以“跨掉的一代”这种颇为浪漫的姿态出现而成为美国典型的穷人，正是这个时候大批大学生被赶进了知识分子的贫民窟。


例4
 　Insects would make it impossible for us to live in the world; they would devour all our crops and kill our flocks and herds, if it were not for the protection we get from insect-eating animals.


译文
 　假如没有那些以昆虫为食的动物保护我们，昆虫将吞噬我们所有的庄稼，害死我们的牛羊家畜，使我们不能生存于世。

由于翻译长句时大多需要将原句拆分成多个较短的句子，并且要通过这些短句表现原句的修饰关系，汉语句子的逻辑关系在很大程度上依靠这些语法单位在句子中的顺序来表现。所以语序的调整是长句翻译中极其重要的一个环节，直接关系到意思是否完整，句子是否通顺。下面来看几个例子。


例1
 　The number of the young people in the United States who can't read is incredible about one in four.


译文
 　大约有四分之一的美国青年人不识字，这简直令人难以置信。


例2
 　All they have to do is press a button, and they can see plays, films, operas, and shows of every kind, not to mention political discussions and the latest exciting football match.


译文
 　他们所必须做的只是按一下开关。开关一开，就可以看到电视剧、电影、歌剧，以及其他各种各样的文艺节目。至于政治问题的辩论和最近的激动人心的足球赛更是不在话下。


例3
 　Although perhaps only 1 per cent of the life that has started somewhere will develop into highly complex and intelligent patterns, so vast is the number of planets that intelligent life is bound to be a natural part of the universe.


译文
 　虽然不知从何处起源的生命中可能仅有百分之一会发展成高度复杂、有智慧的形式，但是行星的数目如此之多，所以有智慧的生命一定是宇宙的一个天然组成部分。

上面我们讲述了英语复合句的“顺译”法、“逆译”法和“分句”法，事实上，在翻译英语长句时，我们并不只是单纯地使用一种翻译方法，而是把各种方法综合使用，这在上面所举的例子中也有所体现。尤其是在一些情况下，单纯采用上述任何一种方法都不合适，这就需要我们仔细分析，或按照时间的先后，或按照逻辑顺序，顺逆结合、主次分明地对全句进行综合处理，以便把英语原文翻译成通顺忠实的汉语句子。最后我们再来看几个复合句汉译的例子：


例1
 　Modern scientific and technical books, especially textbooks, requires revision at short intervals ‖if their authors wish to keep pace with new ideas, observations and discoveries.


结构
 　主句＋if引导的条件状语从句。


译文
 　对于现代科技类图书，特别是教科书来说，要是作者希望自己书中的内容能与新概念、新观察到的事实和新发现同步发展的话，那么就应该每隔较短的时间，将书中的内容重新修订。


例2
 　People were afraid to leave their houses, ‖for‖although the police had been ordered to stand by in case of emergency, they were just as confused and helpless as anybody else.


结构
 　主句＋for引导的原因状语从句（内含一个although引导的让步状语从句）。


译文
 　尽管警察已接到命令，要作好准备以应付紧急情况，但人们还是不敢出门，因为警察也和其他人一样不知所措和无能为力。


例3
 　In a draft preface to the recommendations, discussed at the 17 May meeting, Shapiro suggested‖that the panel had found a broad consensus‖that it would be "morally unacceptable to attempt to create a human child by adult nuclear cloning".


结构
 　主句＋that引导的宾语从句（内含一个that引导的同位语从句）。


译文
 　在5月17日的会议上所讨论的这份建议书的序言草案中，夏皮罗提出，专家组已经达成广泛共识，那就是“试图通过成人细胞核克隆来制造人类幼儿的做法在道德上是不可接受的”。


例4
 　A survey of news stories in 1996 reveals ‖that the antiscience tag has been attached to many other groups as well, from authorities‖who advocated the elimination of the last remaining stocks of smallpox virus to Republicans‖who advocated decreased funding for basic research.


结构
 　主句＋that引导的宾语从句（内含两个who引导的定语从句）。


译文

从历年的英译汉真题中，精选了十年非常典型的题，希望通过详细的分析，考生能进一步了解这一部分的测试重点，并能从中总结它的考查规律，复习的时候以便更有针对性。

There is a marked difference between the education which every one gets from living with others, and the deliberate educating of the young. In the former case the education is incidental; it is natural and important, but it is not the express reason of association. (46) It may be said that the measure of the worth of any social institution is its effect in enlarging and improving experience; but this effect is not a part of its original motive.
 Religious associations began, for example, in the desire to secure the favor of overruling powers and to ward off evil influences; family life in the desire to gratify appetites and secure family perpetuity; systematic labor, for the most part, because of enslavement to others, etc. (47) Only gradually was the by-product of the institution noted, and only more gradually still was this effect considered as a directive factor in the conduct of the institution.
 Even today, in our industrial life, apart from certain values of industriousness and thrift, the intellectual and emotional reaction of the forms of human association under which the world's work is carried on receives little attention as compared with physical output.

But in dealing with the young, the fact of association itself as an immediate human fact, gains in importance. (48) While it is easy to ignore in our contact with them the effect of our acts upon their disposition, it is not so easy as in dealing with adults.
 The need of training is too evident; the pressure to accomplish a change in their attitude and habits is too urgent to leave these consequences wholly out of account. (49) Since our chief business with them is to enable them to share in a common life we cannot help considering whether or not we are forming the powers which will secure this ability.
 If humanity has made some headway in realizing that the ultimate value of every institution is its distinctively human effect we may well believe that this lesson has been learned largely through dealings with the young.

(50) We are thus led to distinguish, within the broad educational process which we have been so far considering, a more formal kind of education—that of direct tuition or schooling.
 In underdeveloped social groups, we find very little formal teaching and training. These groups mainly rely for instilling needed dispositions into the young upon the same sort of association which keeps the adults loyal to their group.

In his autobiography, Darwin himself speaks of his intellectual powers with extraordinary modesty. He points out that he always experienced much difficulty in expressing himself clearly and concisely, but (46) he believes that this very difficulty may have had the compensating advantage of forcing him to think long and intently about every sentence, and thus enabling him to detect errors in reasoning and in his own observations.
 He disclaimed the possession of any great quickness of apprehension or wit, such as distinguished Huxley. (47) He asserted, also, that his power to follow a long and purely abstract train of thought was very limited, for which reason he felt certain that he never could have succeeded with mathematics.
 His memory, too, he described as extensive, but hazy. So poor in one sense was it that he never could remember for more than a few days a single date or a line of poetry. (48) On the other hand, he did not accept as well founded the charge made by some of his critics that, while he was a good observer, he had no power of reasoning.
 This, he thought, could not be true, because the "Origin of Species" is one long argument from the beginning to the end, and has convinced many able men. No one, he submits, could have written it without possessing some power of reasoning. He was willing to assert that "I have a fair share of invention, and of common sense or judgment, such as every fairly successful lawyer or doctor must have, but not, I believe, in any higher degree." (49) He adds humbly that perhaps he was "superior to the common run of men in noticing things which easily escape attention, and in observing them carefully."


Writing in the last year of his life, he expressed the opinion that in two or three respects his mind had changed during the preceding twenty or thirty years. Up to the age of thirty or beyond it poetry of many kinds gave him great pleasure. Formerly, too, pictures had given him considerable, and music very great, delight. In 1881, however, he said:"Now for many years I cannot endure to read a line of poetry. I have also almost lost my taste for pictures or music." (50) Darwin was convinced that the loss of these tastes was not only a loss of happiness but might possibly be injurious to the intellect and more probably to the moral character.

(48) But the idea that the journalist must understand the law more profoundly than an ordinary citizen rests on an understanding of the established conventions and special responsibilities of the news media
 . Politics or, more broadly, the functioning of the state, is a major subject for journalists. The better informed they are about the way the state works, the better their reporting will be. (49) In fact, it is difficult to see how journalists who do not have a clear grasp of the basic features of the Canadian Constitution can do a competent job on political stories
 .

Furthermore, the legal system and the events which occur within it are primary subjects for journalists. While the quality of legal journalism varies greatly, there is an undue reliance amongst many journalists on interpretations supplied to them by lawyers. (50) While comment and reaction from lawyers may enhance stories, it is preferable for journalists to rely on their own notions of significance and make their own judgments
 . These can only come from a well grounded understanding of the legal system.

 . Like other human beings, he encounters moral issues even in everyday performance of his routine duties—he is not supposed to cook his experiments, manufacture evidence, or doctor his reports. (49) But his primary task is not to think about the moral code, which governs his activity, any more than a businessman is expected to dedicate his energies to an exploration of rules of conduct in business
 . During most of his walking life he will take his code for granted, as the businessman takes his ethics.

The definition also excludes the majority of factors, despite the fact that teaching has traditionally been the method whereby many intellectuals earn their living. (50) They may teach very well and more than earn their salaries, but most of them make little or no independent reflections on human problems which involve moral judgment
 . This description even fits the majority eminent scholars. "Being learned in some branch of human knowledge is one thing, living in public and industrious thoughts," as Emersion would say, "is something else."

Test 1

Many schools argue that the "sticker" prices shown in the U.S. News index are misleading, since most students, not just those who might be described as truly "needy", usually are eligible for some form of financial aid. (1) In fact, tuition discounting has become so widespread that on many campuses what began as a subsidy for the minority has turned into an entitlement for the majority
 . Some schools actually encourage students to bargain for larger aid packages by implicitly—or explicitly—promising "to meet the competition". (2) Naturally, the something-for-nothing generosity of this strange system comes at a price, as increases in financial aid usually have to be funded by raising already high tuition higher still
 .

(3) Unhappily, college loans have become as much a part of student life as Friday night beer busts
 . Between 1990 and 1995, the $103 billion combined with the total of undergraduate loans exceeded the sum of all the debt incurred by all the college students during the preceding three decades. (4) Statistics like these trouble Charles Manning, chancellor of the West Virginia University System, who worries that high levels of debt could "wind up negatively influencing students' lifestyles, their choices of careers, their willingness to go to graduate and professional schools and their ability to buy homes, cars and other consumer products
 ."

Of even greater concern is that many of these debtors may also wind up, at least temporarily, in jobs that do not offer what have come to be thought of as college-level salaries. The disturbing truth is that there are simply too many college graduates competing for too few college-level jobs. In her latest study, Kristina J. Shelley, a Bureau of Labor Statistics specialist in the post-college-employmentmarket, estimates that at least 22 percent of all college graduates entering the work force between 1994 and 2005 were or will be either unemployed or in jobs for which a bachelor's degree is not ordinarily considered a necessity. (5) Working with some big companies is an honorable first job, but the salaries they offer rarely enable graduates both to repay a student loan and to enjoy a lifestyle appropriate with their expectations
 .

Test 2

We are learning new computer knowledge everyday. The technology, which has already transformed newspapering, doesn't sit still. We journalists have ceased all that grieving about how we were going to hang on to our typewriters and how this new staff was simply barbaric, an affront to the very concept of the written word. (1) That's gone, as everything we know about human history should have told us that in all the current worries over problems created by the arrival of the computer age, one thing that should be exempted from worry is the capacity of human beings to adapt to it
 .

Our grandparents, for instance, easily traversed lifetimes that saw at least as much astonishing change as we have—from horse-drawn carriages to jet air travel, from pre-telephone communication by written letter to communication by car phone, or fax. (2) Just as people around the world have in recent times shown themselves remarkably able to accommodate this kind of rapid change, so it didn't ever seem to trouble them
 . They absorbed the developing bounty without a peep and quickly came to depend on it, even though it collapsed all their accustomed notions of time and distance. (3) The human machine, in this infinite ability to adjust to radically changed environments, seems considerably more wondrous than the invented machine
 .

But it is not the individual human ability to adapt that is the problem in the new age. Rather, the problem is the ability of our institutions and economics and societies to do so. (4) No matter how upbeat one is about all the blessings that flow to this country from the new technology in terms of teaching, medicine, marketing, law enforcement and the rest, it is necessary to acknowledge that the blessing is mixed
 . You can accept that in the long run jobs will be created, not lost, as a result of the innovation. But in the short run there is bound to be economic displacement and loss. (5) You can also believe that our legal systems can in time withstand the challenge all this presents and still acknowledge that at least for the moment judicial problems have been created by it in the realms of privacy, competition, property rights and many others
 . The question is not whether we adjust to the electronic miracles all around us, but whether, as a society, we do it enthusiastically and well.

Test 3

Man may be called the animal with language. Only by language can man create and carry with him the body of concepts, attitudes and skills that constitute civilization. (1) Only by language can he have a clear notion of himself as an individual:"I think, therefore I am" and forge the bonds of a society—a society as distinguished from some sort of instinctual herd
 .

Ordinarily and superficially, we regard language as merely a convenient device for communicating preexisting ideas or attitudes. It is indeed hard to overestimate the value of language in communication but it is even harder to overestimate it in thinking. (2) How often have we felt that we knew our own minds on something, or knew all about something, only to find, when we started to put what we knew into words, that we didn't know our own minds at all
 . When we frame even the simplest sentence, we are forced to establish a set of meaningful relations. That is, we are forced to think more clearly. Writing things out is only a more rigorous way of trying to understand a subject and understand oneself in relation to that subject.

We not only think things out, we feel things out, too. And language is fundamental to this "feeling out". (3) A human being isn't merely a machine for logical thought. A considerable part of our use of language involves our instinctive attempt to clarify our feelings
 . It helps us to understand feelings as well as ideas, and thus in the end, helps us to understand ourselves.

(4) If you are beginning your college career, much of your instruction will be in language, and will be required to respond in language. After college, in most occupations, language will become more, not less, important
 . There are letters and reports to be written, conferences to be held, policies to be drawn up and debated and many other forms of communication that require skill in language. (5) If a man lacks competence in language, he will spend much of his life exploring in a kind of twilight world in which ideas and feelings are perceived only dimly and often in distorted shapes
 .

Test 4

It is natural for young people to be critical of their parents at times and to blame them for most of misunderstandings between them. (1) They have always complained that their parents are out of touch with modern ways; that they are possessive and dominant; that they do not trust their children to deal with crisis
 .

(2) It is universally acknowledged that parents often underestimate their teenage children and also fade in their memory how they themselves felt when young
 .

Young people often irritate their parents with their choices in clothes and hairstyles, in entertainers and music. This is not their motive. (3) They feel cut off from the adult world into which they have not yet been accepted so they create a culture and society of their own
 . Then, if it turns out that their music or entertainers or vocabulary or clothes or hairstyles irritates their parents, this gives them additional enjoyment. They feel they are superior, at least in a small way, and that they are leaders in style and taste.

Sometimes they are resistant and proud because they do not want their parents to approve of what they do. If their parents did approve, it looks as if they are betraying their own age group. But in that case, they are assuming that they are the underdog: you can't win but at least you can keep your honor. This is a passive way of looking at things. (4) It is natural enough after long years of childhood, when they were completely under their parents' domination. But it ignores the fact that they are now beginning to be responsible for themselves
 .

My advice to young people is as follows: if you plan to control your life, co-operation can be part of that plan. (5) You can charm others, especially your parents, into doing things the way you want. You can impress others with your sense of responsibility and initiative, so that they will give you the authority to do what you want to do
 .

Test 5

There is a difference between science and technology. Science is a method of answering theoretical questions; technology is a method of solving practical problems. (1) Science has to do with discovering the facts and relationships between observable phenomena in nature and with establishing theories that serve to organize these facts and relationships
 . Technology has to do with tools, techniques, and procedures for implementing the findings of science.

Another distinction between science and technology has to do with the progress in each. Progress in science excludes the human factor. (2) Scientists, who seek to comprehend the universe and know the truth with the highest degree of accuracy and certainty, cannot pay attention to their own or other people's likes or dislikes, or to popular ideas about the fitness of things
 . What scientists discover may shock or anger people—as did Darwin's theory of evolution. But even an unpleasant truth is more than likely to be useful; besides, we have the option of refusing to believe it! (3) But hardly so with technology; we do not have the option of refusing to hear the sonic boom produced by a supersonic aircraft flying overhead; we do not have the option of refusing to breathe polluted air
 . (4) The legitimate purpose of technology is to serve people—people in general, not merely some people; and future generations, not merely those who presently wish to gain advantage for themselves
 .

We are all familiar with the abuses of technology. (5) Many people blame technology itself for widespread pollution, and even social decay—so much so that the promise of technology is obscured
 . That promise is a cleaner and healthier world. If wise applications of science and technology do not lead to a better world, what else will?

Test 6

England and France are separated by twenty-two miles of open sea at their closest point. (1) Attempts to swim the English Channel have been made by people of all ages and from various walks of life. Each swimmer is drawn to the famous channel for different reasons, but each has the same goal—to conquer the channel
 .

The English Channel was first crossed in 1875 by Mathew Webb, an Englishman, who swam breaststroke from Dover, England, to Calais, France. (2) Since then, over 3,700 people have made approximately 4,500 attempts on the channel. Only 297 people, however, have successfully duplicated Webb's remarkable achievement
 .

Cold water, rough seas, strong currents, heavy winds and jellyfish are among the many reasons why the success rate is so low.

Swimmers and escort crews must wait for periods of calm seas and light winds, lasting 10-20 hours. (3) Much to
 the frustration of the athletes and their coaches and crews, the weather may only cooperate a few days each year
 .

Once in the channel, swimmers are always at the mercy of the elements since temperatures, winds and currents can change hourly. (4) Quite often, luck and good timing play as important a role in a swimmer's success as proper physical training and mental preparation
 .

Channel swimmers come in all ages, abilities and backgrounds. (5) But swimming the English Channel will always be the same to all its challengers—an incredible adventure that tests the limit of human endurance, courage and perseverance
 .

Test 7

By the eighteenth century, the rise of industrialism in the west was accompanied by a decline of religion that cannot be seen as an accidental concurrence. And from then on the trend accelerates. As the average man becomes more enabled to live in comfortable houses, to escape most of the childhood diseases, to communicate rapidly through time and space, to move long distances with ease, his perception of Nature undergoes a startling alteration. (1) No longer does Nature seem quite so terrific and treacherous; for man is much less likely now to starve for want of food or perish from the heat or cold
 . His relation to the other animals and plants appears thickly veiled by air conditioning, frozen foods, automobiles and washing machines.

(2) It has been said again and again that modern man's comfortable life amidst the conveniences of technology has caused him to suffer a spiritual death and to feel empty, without purpose and direction
 . And that may well be the case. But nevertheless a radical distinction must be made here: the need for transcendence experienced by most human beings prior to modern times was a very different one from what is claimed to exist today. (3) For if the connection between the growth of industry and the decline of religion is a real one, the earlier spiritual lives appear as an escape from man's vulnerable position in his battle with Nature
 . It was not that man's sensitiveness to the idea of the good and the beautiful was any more developed in past history; rather, his need to escape from an intolerable physical life was greater than ours.

When I speak of man's previous need for transcendence, I do not refer to the needs of great creative people—artist, craftsmen—who can never be satisfied with the status. (4) I speak of the masses of people whose spiritual lives were necessary to make their physical lives endurable and who, had choice been possible, would certainly have preferred physical comforts over spirituality
 . This situation does not for the most part now exist: TV and toilet make the need for God unnecessary. Man does not generally live in fear of Nature except when earthquake strikes, for he is mostly unaware of a connection with nature concealed by modern technology.

(5) The present need for spiritual lives is based on sufficiency and not on deprivation, and it does not seek a haven in another world but rather a more beautiful version of this one
 . What I am concerned is what has happened as a result of the Industrial Revolution to man's conception of his relationship with Nature.

Test 8

This is supposed to be an enlightened age, but you wouldn't think so if you could hear what the average man thinks of the average woman. Women won their independence years ago. After a long, bitter struggle, they now enjoy the same educational opportunities as men in most parts of the world. They have proved repeatedly that they are equal and often superior to men in almost every field. (1) The hard-fought battle for recognition has been won, but it is by no means over. It is men, not women who still carry on the sex war because their attitude remains basically hostile
 . Even in the most progressive societies, women continue to be regarded as second-rate citizens. To hear some men talk, you'd think that women belonged to a different species!

On the surface, the comments made by men about women's abilities seem light-hearted. The same tired jokes about women drivers are repeated day in day out. (2) This apparent light-heartedness does not conceal the real contempt that men feel for women. However much men sneer at women, their claims to superiority are not borne out by statistics
 . Let's consider the matter of driving, for instance. (3) We all know that women cause far fewer accidents than men. They are too conscientious and responsible to drive like maniacs
 . But this is a minor quibble. Women have succeeded in any job you care to name. As politicians, soldiers, doctors, factory-hands, university professors, farmers, company directors, lawyers, bus-conductors, scientists and presidents of countries they have often put men to shame. And we must remember that they frequently succeed brilliantly in all these fields in addition to bearing and rearing children.

(4) Yet men go on maintaining the fiction that there are many jobs women can't do
 . Top-level political negotiation between countries, business and banking are almost entirely controlled by men, who jealously guard their so-called "rights". Even in otherwise enlightened places like Switzerland women haven't even been given the vote. This situation is preposterous! The arguments that men put forward to exclude women from these fields are all too familiar. Women, they say, are unreliable and irrational. They depend too little on cool reasoning and too much on intuition and instinct to arrive at decisions. They are not even capable of thinking clearly. Yet when women prove their abilities, men refuse to acknowledge them and give them their due. So much for a man's ability to think clearly!

The truth is that men cling to their supremacy because of their basic inferiority complex. They shun real competition. They know in their hearts that women are superior and they are afraid of being beaten at their own game. One of the most important tasks in the world is to achieve peace between the nations. (5) You can be sure that if women were allowed to sit round the conference table, they would succeed brilliantly, as they always do, where men have failed for centuries
 .

Test 9

The Internet, e-commerce and globalization are making a new economic era possible. By the middle of the 21st century, capitalist markets will largely be replaced by a new kind of economic system based on networked relationships, contractual arrangements and access rights.

Has the quality of our lives at work, at home and in our communities increased in direct proportion to all the new Internet and business-to-business Intranet services being introduced into our lives? I have asked this question of hundreds of CEOs and corporate executives in Europe and the United States. Surprisingly, virtually everyone has said, "No, quite the contrary." (1) The very people responsible for ushering in what some have called a "technological renaissance" say they are even less civil in their dealings with colleagues and friends—not to mention strangers
 . (2) And what's more revealing, they place much of the blame on the very same technologies they are so aggressively championing
 .

The techno gurus promised us that access would make life more convenient and give us more time. (3) Instead, the very technological wonders that were supposed to liberate us have begun to enslave us in a web of connections from which there seems to be no easy escape
 .

If an earlier generation was preoccupied with the quest to enclose a vast geographic frontier, the dotcom generation, it seems, is more caught up in the colonization of time. (4) Every spare moment of our time is being filled with some form of commercial connection, making time itself the most scarce of all resources
 . Our e-mail, voice mail and cell phones, our 24-hour electronic trading markets, online banking services, all-night e-commerce, and 24-hour Internet news and entertainment all holler for our attention.

Social conservatives talk about the decline in civility and blame it on the loss of a moral compass and religious values. Has anyone bothered to ask whether the hyperspeed culture is making all of us less patient and less willing to listen and defer, consider, and reflect?

Maybe we need to ask what kinds of connections really count and what types of access really matter in the e-economy era. (5) If this new technology revolution is only about hyperefficiency, then we risk losing something even more precious than time—our sense of what it means to be a caring human being
 .

Test 10

The key position and role of women in the process of development is increasingly being recognized. Although the three great World Conferences of Women were more concerned with recognizing and compiling approaches to emancipation we can currently confirm a general sharpening of awareness. (1) It has become clear that the Third World cultures have been weakened in this respect by the methods of colonial education which are almost exclusively directed towards the male
 . Of the many criticisms of this situation let one voice be heard:"Development education groups and programs are very much male dominated and lack woman's perspective." So, too, the hopes placed in vocational training as an aid to equality have been disappointed since this in its turn was to large extent focused on male.

(2) In these circumstances we should not be surprised that until now women have participated least in the educational processes which have been introduced
 . Only 20% attend primary school and the percentage of those who leave early is highest among girls. Because of the lack of basic training only around 10% take part in Adult Education programs. Hence it is vitally important to secure a turning point by increasing the awareness of the need for education.

The International Conference at Jomtien in 1990 provided the solution to this:"A more educated mother raises a healthier family. She has fewer and better-educated children. She is more productive at home and in the workplace and is better able to get further education." (3) Many problems in school are consequences of incorrect or improperly balanced nutrition combined with inadequate hygiene. Together these factors can lead to failure to keep pace in school
 .

(4) Hence even primary education for girls should be directed towards the basic needs and necessities and provide answers which are as simple as possible
 . In rural districts such answers will be different from those given in urban areas. The education of girls and women must to a large degree be an education for the life they will lead, tailored to a woman's position. In saying this we are in fact demanding that the education of women, like all educational work in the Third World, should be an integrated part of the community. Consequently there are many partners in this process school, family, small businesses, governmental and non-governmental organizations. The educational skill consists in keeping this interplay active in such a way that there is no deficiency in material content. (5) An important consequence of this is the awakening of the desire to question, which, on the one hand presses for further education and on the other hand for its practical application
 .

Test 11

In the early days of the settlement of Australia, enterprising settlers unwisely introduced the European rabbit. This rabbit had no natural enemies in the Antipodes, so that it multiplied with that promiscuous abandon characteristic of rabbits. (1) It overran a whole continent. It caused devastation by burrowing and by devouring the herbage which might have maintained millions of sheep and cattle
 . Scientists discovered that this particular variety of rabbit (and apparently no other animal) was susceptible to a fatal virus disease, myxomatosis. By infecting animals and letting them loose in the burrows, local epidemics of this disease could be created. (2) Later it was found that there was a type of mosquito which acted as the carrier of this disease and passed it on to the rabbits. So while the rest of the world was trying to get rid of mosquitoes, Australia was encouraging this one
 . (3) It effectively spread the disease all over the continent and drastically reduced the rabbit population. It later became apparent that rabbits were developing a degree of resistance to this disease, so that the rabbit population was unlikely to be completely exterminated
 . There were hopes, however, that the problem of the rabbit would become manageable.

(4) Ironically, Europe, which had bequeathed the rabbit as a pest to Australia, acquired this man-made disease as a pestilence
 . A French physician decided to get rid of the wild rabbits on his own estate and introduced myxomatosis. It did not, however, remain within the confines of his estate. (5) It spread through France, where wild rabbits are not generally regarded as a pest but as a sport and a useful food supply, and it spread to Britain where wild rabbits are regarded as a pest but where domesticated rabbits, equally susceptible to the disease, are the basis of a profitable fur industry
 . The question became one of whether Man could control the disease he had invented.

Test 12

(1) With its common interest in lawbreaking but its immense range of subject-matter and widely-varying methods of treatment, the crime novel could make a legitimate claim to be regarded as a separate branch of literature, or at least, as a distinct, even though a slightly disreputable, offshoot of the traditional novel
 .

The detective story is probably the most respectable (at any rate in the narrow sense of the word) of the crime species. Its creation is often the relaxation of University dons, literary economist, scientists or even poets. (2) Fatalities may occur more frequently and mysteriously than might be expected in polite society, but the world in which they happen, the village, seaside resort, college or studio, is familiar to us, if not from our own experience, at least in the newspaper or the lives of friends
 . A story set in a more remote environment, African jungle or Australian bush, ancient China or gaslit London, appeals to our interest in geography or history, and most detective story writers are conscientious in providing a reasonably authentic background. (3) The elaborate, carefully-assembled plot, despised by the modern intellectual critics and creators of "significant" novels, has found refuge in the murder mystery, with its sprinkling of clues, its spicing with apparent impossibilities, all with appropriate solutions and explanations at the end
 . With the guilt of escapism from Real Life nagging gently, we secretly revel in the unmasking of evil by a vaguely superhuman sleuth, who sees through and dispels the cloud of suspicion which has hovered so unjustly over the innocent.

Though its villain also receives his rightful deserts, the thriller presents a less comfortable and credible world. (4) The sequence of fist fights, revolver duels, car crashes and escapes from gas-filled cellars exhausts the reader far more than the hero, who suffering from at least two broken ribs, one black eye, uncountable bruises and a hangover, can still chase and overpower an armed villain with the physique of a wrestle
 . He moves dangerously through a world of ruthless gangs, brutality, a vicious lust for power and money and, in contrast to the detective tale, with a near-omniscient arch-criminal whose defeat seems almost accidental. (5) Perhaps we miss in the thriller the security of being safely led by our imperturbable investigator past a score of red herrings and blind avenues to a final gathering of suspects when an unchallengeable elucidation of all that has bewildered us is given and justice and goodness prevail
 . All that we vainly hope for from life is granted vicariously.

Test 13

In man's early days, competition with other creatures must have been critical. But this phase of our development is now finished. Indeed, we lack practice and experience nowadays in dealing with primitive conditions. (1) I am sure that, without modern weapons, I would make a very poor show of disputing the ownership of a cave with a bear, and in this I do not think that I stand alone
 . The last creature to compete with man was the mosquito. But even the mosquito has been subdued by attention to drainage and by chemical sprays.

(2) Competition between ourselves, person against person, community against community, still persists, however; and it is as fierce as it ever was
 .

But the competition of man against man is not the simple process envisioned in biology. (3) It is not a simple competition for a fixed amount of food determined by the physical environment, because the environment that determines our evolution is no longer essentially physical
 . Our environment is chiefly conditioned by the things we believe. Morocco and California are bits of the Earth in very similar latitudes, both on the west coasts of continents with similar climates, and probably with rather similar natural resources. (4) Yet their present development is wholly different, not so much because of different people even, but because of the different thoughts that exist in the minds of their inhabitants
 . This is the point I wish to emphasize. The most important factor in our environment is the state of our own minds.

(5) It is well known that where the white man has invaded a primitive culture the most destructive effects have come not from physical weapons but from ideas
 . Ideas are dangerous. The Holy Office knew this full well when it caused heretics to be burned in days gone by. Indeed, the concept of free speech only exists in our modern society because when you are inside a community you are conditioned by the conventions of the community to such a degree that it is very difficult to conceive of anything really destructive.

Test 14

Although truth and justice may be the most powerful impulses to show moral courage, there are others. Compassion is one of these. Tentatively it can be suggested that this is the main influence upon those who urge the abolition of capital punishment. (1) It is recognition of compassion's part that leads the upholders of capital punishment to accuse the abolitionists of sentimentality in being more sorry for the murderer than for his victim
 . This is nonsense but with it some organs of the popular Press played upon the emotions of their readers so successfully that many candidates for Parliament were afraid to support abolition for fear of losing votes and the result was the muddle-headed Homicide Act of 1957 which made murder with robbery a capital crime and allowed the poisoner to escape the gallows. That illogical qualification shows how flimsy is the argument that capital punishment is a deterrent to murder. (2) The poisoner always works on a calculated plan of action and therefore is able to consider whether or not his taking another's life is worth the risk of his own; the violent thief is usually at the mercy of an instant emotion
 . The only arguable plea for capital punishment is the right of society to retribution in this world with the prospect of life in another, but since what used to seem to the great majority of civilized humanity the assurance of another life beyond the grave has come to seem to more and more people less certain, a feeling for the value of human life has become deeper and more widespread. This may seem a paradoxical claim to make at a time when mankind is so much preoccupied with weapons of destruction. (3) Nevertheless, it is a claim that can be sustained and if compassion animates those who urge the abolition of the death penalty it is not a sentimental compassion for the mental agony inflicted upon a condemned man but a dread of destroying the miracle of life
 .

(4) When in the eighteenth century offences against the law that today would not earn a month in prison were punished with the death penalty, the severity of the penal code had no serious effect on the prevalence of crime
 . When it made no difference to the fate of a highwayman whether he had killed his victim or merely robbed him of a few pieces of silver, there were no more murders than there were when men like Sir Francis Burdett succeeded in lightening the excessive severity of the penal laws. (5) In those days the sacredness of life on earth was not greatly regarded because a life in the world to come was taken for granted except by a comparatively small minority of philosophers
 .

Test 15

People all over the world today are beginning to hear and learn more and more about the problem of pollution. (1) Pollution is caused either by the released by man of completely new and often artificial substances into the environment, or by releasing greatly increased amounts of a natural substance, such as oil from tankers into the sea
 .

(2) The whole industrial process which makes many of the goods and machines we need and use in our daily lives, is bound to create a number of waste products to upset the environment balance, or the ecological balance as it is also known
 . Many of these waste products can be prevented or disposed of sensibly, but clearly while more and more new goods are produced and made complex, there will be new, dangerous wastes to be disposed of, for example, the waste products from nuclear power stations. Many people, therefore, see pollution as only part of a larger and more complex problem, that is, the whole process of industrial production and consumption of goods. (3) Others again see the problem mainly in connection with agriculture, where new methods are helping farmers grow more and more on their land to feed our ever-increasing populations
 . However, the land itself is gradually becoming worn out as it is being used, in some cases, too heavily, and artificial fertilizers cannot restore the balance.

(4) Whatever its underlying reasons, there is no doubt that much of the pollution cause could be controlled if only companies, individuals and governments would make more efforts
 . In the home there is an obvious need to control litter and waste. Food comes wrapped up three or four times in packages that all have to be disposed of; drinks are increasingly sold in bottles or tins which cannot be reused. This not only causes a litter problem, but also is a great waste of resources, in terms of glass, metals and paper. (5) Advertising has helped this process by persuading many of us not only to buy things we neither want nor need, but also throw away much of what we do buy
 . Pollution and waste combine to be problem everyone can help to solve by cutting out unnecessary buying, excess consumption and careless disposal of the products we use in our daily lives.

Test 16

(1) This is a skeptical age, but although our faith in many of the things in which our forefathers fervently believed has weakened, our confidence in the curative properties of the bottle of medicine remains the same as theirs
 . (2) This modern faith in medicines is proved by the fact that the annual drug bill of the Health Services is mounting to astronomical figures and shows no signs at present of ceasing to rise
 . The majority of the patients attending the medical out-patients departments of our hospitals feel that they have not received adequate treatment unless they are able to carry home with them some tangible remedy in the shape of a bottle of medicine, a box of pills, or a small jar of ointment, and the doctor in charge of the department is only too ready to provide them with these requirements. There is no quicker method of disposing of patients than by giving them what they are asking for, and since most medical men in the Health Services are overworked and have little time for offering time-consuming and little-appreciated advice on such subjects as diet, right living, and the need for abandoning bad habits, etc.，the bottle, the box, and the jar are almost always granted them.

(3) Nor is it only the ignorant and ill-educated person who has such faith in the bottle of medicine, especially if it be wrapped in white paper and sealed with a dab of red sealing-wax by a clever chemist
 . It is recounted of Thomas Carlyle that when he heard of the illness of his friend, Henry Taylor, he went off immediately to visit him, carrying with him in his pocket what remained of a bottle of medicine formerly prescribed for an indisposition of Mrs. Carlyle's. Carlyle was entirely ignorant of what the bottle in his pocket contained, of the nature of the illness from which his friend was suffering, and of what had previously been wrong with his wife, (4) but a medicine that had worked so well in one form of illness would surely be of equal benefit in another, and comforted by the thought of the help he was bringing to his friend, he hastened to Henry Taylor's house
 . History does not relate whether his friend accepted his medical help, but in all probability he did. (5) The great advantage of taking medicine is that it makes no demands on the taker beyond that of putting up for a moment with a disgusting taste, and that is what all patients demand of their doctors—to be cured at no inconvenience to themselves
 .

Test 17

(1) The historical perspective used in viewing a civilization, rather than a country, as the significant unit is of relatively recent origin. Since the Middle Ages, most European historians have adopted either a religious or national perspective
 . The religious viewpoint was predominant among European historians until the 18th century. Regarding the Christian revelation as the most momentous event in history, they viewed all history as either the prelude to or the aftermath of that event. The early historians of Europe had little occasion to study other cultures except as curiosities or as potential areas for missionary activity. The national viewpoint, as distinct from the religious one, developed in the early 16th century, largely on the basis of the political philosophy of the Italian statesman and historian Machiavelli, for whom the proper object of historical study was the state. (2) After that period, however, the many historians who chronicled the histories of the national states of Europe and America rarely dealt with societies beyond the realm of European culture except to describe the subjection of those societies by, in their view, the more progressive European powers
 .

(3) Early in the 19th century, philosophers and historians identified with the Romantic Movement criticized the 18th-century assumption that people were the same everywhere and at all times
 . The German philosophers Johann von Herder and G.W.F. Hegel emphasized the profound differences in the minds and works of humans in different cultures, thereby laying the foundation for the comparative study of civilizations.

According to modern historians of civilizations, it is impossible to write a fully intelligible history of any nation without taking into consideration the type of culture to which it belongs. (4) They maintain that much of the life of a nation is affected by its participation in a larger social entity, often composed of a number of nations or states sharing many distinctive characteristics that can be traced to a common origin
 . It is this larger social entity, cultural rather than political, that such historians consider the truly meaningful object of historical study. (5) In modern times, the existing civilizations have impinged more and more upon one another to the point that no one civilization pursues a separate destiny anymore and all may be considered participants in a common world civilization
 .

Test 18

(1) What a language guide does need, though, is a thorough and practical knowledge of how the language works, a conscious knowledge that she or he can articulate in a way the ordinary native speaker cannot
 . Students should be able to sense that their guides have a genuine interest in the language, and that they have found out about it by thinking for themselves, not by mere uncritical memorizing of textbooks or lectures. (2) It is only through such critical awareness and interest that guides can develop the ability to explain any given aspect of the language in varied ways so as to suit the particular needs and mode of thought of any individual student
 .

One of the most misguided principles of modern pedagogy is the "structured lesson". This is just what should be avoided, even in classes as well as private lessons. A good language guide is completely flexible, and can respond instantaneously at any moment to any need of the students that arises. (3) Those with this capacity never need—never should—spend long hours planning and preparing lessons; but the corollary is that guides need to really know their stuff
 . The best place to develop the sort of knowledge and ability is "on the job", through an apprenticeship with experienced, sympathetic and encouraging colleagues, in good conditions of work.

When students have the essential independence, they will need only a fraction of the number of regular sessions that they at present attend at teaching institutions. (4) Thus, although they will probably still pay high fees for the individual attention they get, they will only have to pay a tiny proportion of what they normally have to spend today on private lessons, or even on classes at schools
 . (5) But equally, language advisers will be able to help a far larger number of different individuals than private teachers can at the moment, while there will be a need for just as many, if not more, advisers
 . In this way they will be able to make a decent living out of providing a service with far more tangible results than they can hope for at present.

Test 19

First if one considers thinking to be a uniquely human endeavor and intelligence to be a uniquely human attribute, then, by definition, this process and attribute cannot be associated with a computer or other mechanical or artificial system.

(1) On the other hand, it has been argued that if there is some fundamental physical limitation in the ability to compute, process, decide, judge, and think which applies to the creation of machine intelligence, then these same limitations must also apply to human intelligence
 . This argument, of course, discounts the precept that the essence of intelligence is mysterious.

(2) Turing proposed a question and answer technique where the trappings of both the machine and a man are hidden and questions are asked and answered via a teletype
 . (3) If one could, by asking questions, reliably determine whether the machine or the man is answering the questions, then one would question whether the machine is intelligent or whether it exhibits the same intelligence as the man
 . On the other hand, if one could not tell the difference, then it could be said that the machine is as intelligent as man. This limitation game is an interesting approach which has not yet been fully explored.

(4) Perhaps a more rational approach to this question is to visualize a continuous intelligence space where men, machine, animals, plants, or what you have are positioned in the space based on their relative intelligence
 . Thus, one could consider all things as having some degree of intelligence. This approach sidesteps or compromises the question "Are machines intelligent?" rather than truly answering it.

(5) Another common argument against the concept of machine intelligence is that a computer is nothing but a dumb machine which does only what it is told by its human programmer
 . But if one critically examine the nature of human intelligence, one must admit that his biological system along with the adaptive ability of his behavior both endowed by nature and the totality of his experience give him these unique powers of thoughts and intelligence.

Test 20

Populations increase and decrease relatively not only to one another, but also to natural resources. In most parts of the world, the relation between population and resources is already unfavorable and will probably become even more unfavorable in the future. (1) This growing poverty in the midst of decreasing natural resources constitutes a permanent menace to peace. And not only to peace, but also to democratic institutions and personal liberty
 . For overpopulation is not compatible with freedom. And unfavorable relationship between numbers and resources tends to make the earning of a living almost intolerably difficult. Labor is more abundant than goods, and the individual is compelled to work long hours for little pay. (2) No surplus of accumulated purchasing power stands between him and the tyrannies of unfriendly nature or of the equally unfriendly wielders of political and economic power
 .

(3) Democracy is, among other things, the ability to say "no" to the boss. But a man cannot say "no" to the boss, unless he is sure of being able to eat when the boss's favor has been withdrawn
 . And he cannot be certain of his next meal unless he owns the means of producing enough wealth for his family to live on, or has been able to accumulate a surplus out of past wages, or has a chance of moving to virgin territories, where he can make a fresh start. In an overcrowded country, very few people own enough to make them financially independent; very few are in a position to accumulate purchasing power; and there is no free land. (4) Moreover,
 in any country where population presses hard upon natural resources, the general economic situation is apt to be so precarious that government control of capital and labor, production and consumption, becomes inevitable
 . (5) It is no accident that the twentieth century should be the century of highly centralized governments and totalitarian dictatorships; it had to be so for the simple reason that the twentieth century is the century of planetary overcrowding
 .

Test 21

The standardized educational or psychological tests that are widely used to aid in selecting, classifying, assigning, or promoting students, employees, and military personnel have been the target of recent attacks on books, magazines, the daily press, and even in Congress. (1) The target is wrong, for in attacking the tests, critics divert attention from the fault that lies with ill-informed or incompetent users
 . The tests themselves are merely tools, with characteristics that can be measured with reasonable precision under specified conditions. Whether the results will be valuable, meaningless, or even misleading depends partly upon the tool itself but largely upon the user.

All informed predictions of future performance are based upon some knowledge of relevant past performance: school grades, research productivity, sales records, or whatever is appropriate. (2) How well the predictions will be validated by later performance depends upon the amount, reliability, and appropriateness of the information used and on the skill and wisdom with which it is interpreted
 . Anyone who keeps careful score knows that the information available is always incomplete and that the predictions are always subject to error.

Standardized tests should be considered in this context. They provide a quick, objective method of getting some kinds of information about what a person learned, the skills he has developed, or the kind of person he is. The information so obtained has, qualitatively, the same advantages and shortcomings as other kinds of information. (3) Whether to use tests, other kinds of information, or both in a particular situation depends, therefore, upon the evidence from experience concerning comparative validity and upon such factors as cost and availability
 .

(4) In general, the tests work most effectively when the qualities to be measured can be most precisely defined and least effectively when what is to be measured or predicted can not be well defined
 . Properly used, they provide a rapid means of getting comparable information about many people. Sometimes they identify students whose high potential has not been previously recognized, but there are many things they do not do. (5) For example, they do not compensate for gross social inequality, and thus do not tell how able an underprivileged youngster might have been had he grown up under more favorable circumstances
 .

Test 22

One of the most important results of the Mrs. Global Surveyor mission is that a comparison of Mars and Earth will allow scientists to understand Earth's history and possibly its future. One of the most intriguing, unanswered scientific questions is why do Earth and Mars appear different today? At the time of their formation several billion years ago, Mars and Earth shared similar conditions. (1) Both planets harbored vast quantities of surface water, thick atmospheres, and climates warmer than at present
 .

Today, Earth is a lush world filled with a countless number of animals and plant species. (2) In contrast, data gathered from Mars over the last 30 years shows that the planet lies trapped in conditions reminiscent of a global ice age
 . The dry and seemingly lifeless Martian surface makes the Sahara Desert look like an ocean in comparison, and average daily temperatures make Antarctica seem balmy. Comparing the history and evolution of the two planets will yield clues into Earth's past and possibly its future.

Despite its forbidding climate, surface temperatures on Mars resemble the Earth's more than any other planet. (3) These similarities in temperature result in part from the fact that Mars orbits the Sun only slightly farther out than the Earth as compared to other planets
 . For example, the ground at some locations near the equator may warm up to as high as 25 ℃ at noon. However, daytime temperatures still average well below freezing, and night temperatures dip much lower.

(4) Martian temperatures may seem almost inviting to the seasoned outdoors explorer, but the composition of the atmosphere leaves much to be desired from a human perspective
 . Most of the Martian air consists of carbon dioxide CO2
 ，similar to conditions on Venus. If breathing carbon dioxide seems uninviting, the density of the air will appear worse. Average barometric pressures on Mars measure lower than that found at Earth's sea level by a factor of more than 125. In other words, the air at the surface of Mars is thinner than that found on Earth at an altitude 19 times higher than Denver, Colorade.

(5) The extremely thin Martian air contributes to the mystery of whether there is life on Mars, either in the past or presence
 . The reason is that almost all of the water lies trapped in the Martian polar ice caps or frozen beneath the surface. Liquid water cannot exist on the surface because the thin atmosphere will cause melting ice to evaporate directly into water vapor.

Communication technology is in a period of revolutionary change. (1) The new inventions and developments, such as communication satellite, optical fiber, large-scale integration, computers and microcomputers, video telephone data banks, and packet switching networks, etc.，are involved
 . Any one of them has enormous potential. Take in combination, they will change the entire fabric of society.

(2) Few technologies could have as profound an effect on human condition as the full development of these inventions, and certainly additional inventions in telecommunications are yet to come, some perhaps of even greater impact
 . (3) The last quarter of the twentieth century will be remembered as the era when man acquired new communication channels to other men, to libraries of film and data, and to the prodigious machines
 .

International cooperation, in the new era, will flourish with the help of worldwide computer networks. Human talent, the scarcest resource in the coming cybernetic age, will be made available worldwide. Communications are essential factor to a growing world economy. Business and social patterns will change as screen-to-screen communication proves more efficient than traveling. In the future, traveling will be more for pleasure than for business. Certain type of people may work at home much of the time, dialing computers and participating in teleconferences. In addition, they may shop at home, receives education at home, be entertainedat home, and interlink each other's homes with video devices. (4) Money transactions will generally be handled without cash or check, and a man's credit rating will mean more than his pedigree
 . Furthermore, our concepts of privacy may change in a world of interconnecting computers.

In an era of "Limits to Growth" in the conventional trapping of affluence and limits to growth in transportation, because of world's rapidly declining resources and rapidly growing population and pollution, there are no limits to growth in telecommunications or culture.

Physical communications like railways and canals had a major effect on the growth of the Industrial Revolution. To a large extent, they made it possible. (5) The same is true in the information revolution, and unavailability of communication links will impede progress
 .

Test 24

Ancient people made clay pottery because they needed it for their survival. They used the pots they made for cooking, storing food, and carrying things from place to place. (1) Pottery was so important to early cultures that scientists now study it to learn more about ancient civilizations. The more advanced the pottery in terms of decorations, materials, glazes and manufacture, the more advanced the culture itself
 .

(2) The artisan who makes pottery in North America today utilizes his or her skill and imagination to create items that are beautiful as well as functional, transforming something ordinary into something special and unique
 .

The potter uses one of the Earth's most basic materials, clay. Clay can be found almost anywhere. Good pottery clay must be free from all small stones and other hard materials that would make the potting process difficult. (3) Most North American artisan potters now purchase commercially processed clay, but some find the clay they need right in the earth close to where they work
 .

(4) The most important tools potters use are their own hands; however, they also use wire loop tools, wooden modeling tools, plain wire, and sponges
 . Plain wire is used to cut away the finished pot from its base on the potter's wheel.

After a finished pot is dried of all its moisture in the open air, it is placed in a kiln and fired. The first firing hardens the pottery, and it is then ready to be glazed and fired again.

(5) For areas where they do not want any glaze, such as the bottom of the pot, artisans paint on melted wax that will later burn off in the kiln
 . They then pour on the liquid glaze and let it run over the clay surface, making any kind of decorative pattern that they want.

Test 25

(1) The ancient Greek theorists, puzzled by the strangeness of traditions taken from a preliterate past, attempted to explain their own myths by assimilating them to "correct" models of reality as created by philosophy
 . They saw in myth allegories for philosophic descriptions of the way the physical and metaphysical world really is or, in Euhemerism, as a source for historical reconstruction of the human past. Later methods have worked much the same way, adapting myths to new models of reality as they emerged from Christian to modern times. We need to be aware that the scientific model, which has increasingly dominated thought since the Enlightenment, and especially since the nineteenth-century, is only the latest in a long line of such models. Although the nineteenth-century theory of myth as a "disease of language" centering on natural phenomena was encouraged by scientific linguistics, it is remarkably similar to the interpretation proposed by Palaephatus in 300 BC. (2) Modern psychological theories, especially those of Jung, offer models that in important ways repeat and refine an approach used by much earlier interpreters who sought in myth allegories of spiritual and psychological truths
 .

The strength of science lies in defining ideas precisely and treating them within strictly controlled guidelines. (3) The power of humanistic studies, on the other hand, lies in their concern with the capacity of humans, as symbol-making being, to create alternative world
 . Myth is one such alternative world, and the interpretation of myth is another; each is an expression of the same human capacity. Historically, the interpretation of myth is fully as important as myth itself and in fact occurs on a far grander scale. (4) The interchangeable use of the words myth (the story itself) and mythology (reflection on myth) in English usage unintentionally points to this crucial relationship, a fact recognized by structuralists when they suggest that interpretations of myths are, in a sense, only the addition of new myths to old
 . If myth embodies the tensions, values, and intellectual currents of the society that produces it, myth interpretation embodies those currents no less than faithfully. A sketch of the history of myth interpretation turns out to be a sketch of the history of ideas. In the history of myth interpretation we can watch and study ever-changing intellectual fashions in relation to an unchanging body of material.

The grand theorizers about myth like to pick out this or that story, this or that figure, make impressive observations, and then speak as if their conclusions were applicable to all myths from all times and all places. (5) But myths are so different from one another that any universal definition is bound to be arbitrary and to serve the theoretical interests of the definer; the history of the interpretation of myth richly demonstrates this fact
 .

Test 26

Internet is a vast network of computers that connects many of the world's businesses, institutions, and individuals. (1) The Internet, which means interconnected network of networks, links tens of thousands of smaller computer networks. These networks transmit huge amounts of information in the form of words, images, and sounds
 .

The Internet has information on virtually every topic. (2) Network users can search through sources ranging from vast databases to small electronic "bulletin boards", where users form discussion groups around common interests
 . Much of the Internet's traffic consists of messages sent from one computer user to another. These messages are called electronic mail or e-mail. Internet users have electronic addresses that allow them to send and receive e-mail. Other uses of the network include obtaining news, joining electronic debates, and playing electronic games. (3) One feature of the Internet, known as the World Wide Web, provides graphics, audio, and video to enhance the information in its documents. These documents cover a vast number of topics
 .

People usually access the Internet with a device called a modem. Modems connect computers to the network through telephone lines. Much of the Internet operates through worldwide telephone networks of fiber-optic cables. (4) These cables contain hair-thin strands of glass that carry data as pulses of light. They can transmit thousands of times more data than local phone lines, most of which consist of copper wires
 .

In the future, the Internet will probably grow more sophisticated as computer technology becomes more powerful. (5) Many experts believe the Internet may become part of a larger network called the information superhighway. This network, still under development, would link computers with telephone companies, cable television stations, and other communication systems
 . People could bank, shop, watch TV, and perform many other activities through the network.

Test 27

It is hard to predict how science is going to turn out, and if it is really good science it is impossible to predict. If the things to be found are actually new, they are by definition unknown in advance. You cannot make choices in this matter. (1) You either have science or you don't, and if you have it you are obliged to accept the surprising and disturbing pieces of information, along with the neat and promptly useful bits
 .

(2) The only solid piece of scientific truth about which I feel totally confident is that we are profoundly ignorant about nature. Indeed, I regard this as the major discovery of the past hundred years of biology
 . It is, in its way, an illuminating piece of news. It would have amazed the brightest minds of the 18th century Enlightenment to be told by any of us how little we know and how bewildering seems the way ahead. (3) It is this sudden confrontation with the depth and scope of ignorance that represents the most significant contribution of the 20th century science to the human intellect
 . (4) In earlier times, we either pretended to understand how things worked or ignored the problem, or simply made up stories to fill the gaps. Now that we have begun exploring in earnest, we are getting glimpses of how huge the questions are, and how far from being answered
 . Because of this, we are depressed.It is not so bad being ignorant if you are totally ignorant. The hard thing is knowing in some detail the reality of ignorance, the worst spots and here and there the not-so-bad spots, but no true light at the end of the tunnel nor even any tunnels that can yet be trusted.

But we are making a beginning and there ought to be some satisfaction. There are probably no questions we can think up that can't be answered, sooner or later, including even the matter of consciousness. To be sure, there may well be questions we can't think up, ever, and therefore limits to the reach of human intellect, but that is another matter. (5) Within our limits, we should be able to work our way through to all our answers if we keep at it long enough, and pay attention
 .

Test 28

(1) The increase in international business and in foreign investment has created a need for executives with knowledge of foreign languages and skills in cross-cultural communication
 . Americans, however, have not been well trained in either area and, consequently, have not enjoyed the same level of success in negotiation in an international arena as have their foreign counterparts.

Negotiating is the process of communicating back and forth for the purpose of reaching an agreement. (2) It involves persuasion and compromise, but in order to participate in either one, the negotiators must understand the ways in which people are persuaded and how compromise is reached within the culture of the negotiation
 .

In many international business negotiations abroad, Americans are perceived as wealthy and impersonal. (3) It often appears to the foreign negotiator that the American represents a large multi-million-dollar corporation that can afford to pay the price without bargaining further. The American negotiator's role becomes that of an impersonal purveyor of information and cash
 .

In studies of American negotiators abroad, several traits have been identified that may serve to confirm this stereotypical perception, while undermining the negotiator's position. (4) Two traits in particular that cause cross-cultural misunderstanding are directness and impatience on the part of the American negotiator
 . Furthermore, American negotiators often insist on realizing short-term benefits. Foreign negotiators, on the other hand, may value the relationship established between negotiators and may be willing to invest time in it for long-term benefits. (5) In order to solidify the relationship, they may opt for indirect interactions without regard for the time involved in getting to know the other negotiator
 .

Clearly, perceptions and differences in values affect the outcomes of negotiations and the success for negotiators. For Americans to play a more effective role in international business negotiations, they must put forth more effort to improve cross-cultural understanding.

Test 29

If sustainable competitive advantage depends on work-force skills, American firms have a problem. Human-resource management is not traditionally seen as central to the competitive survival of the firm in the United States. (1) Skill acquisition is considered as an individual responsibility. Labor is simply another factor of production to be hired—rented at the lowest possible cost—much as one buys raw materials or equipment
 .

(2) The lack of importance attached to human-resource management can be seen in the corporation hierarchy. In an American firm the chief finanical officer is almost always second in command
 . The post of head of human-resource management is usually a specialized job, off at the edge of the corporate hierarchy. The executive who holds it is never consulted on major strategic decisions and has no chances to move up to Chief Executive Officer (CEO). By way of contrast, in Japan the head of human-resource management is central—usually the second most important executive, after the CEO, in the firm hierarchy.

While American firms often talk about the vast amounts spent on training their work forces, in fact they invest less in the skills of their employees than do the Japanese or German firms. The money they do invest is also more highly concentrated on professional and managerial employees. (3) And the limited investments that are made in training workers are also much more narrowly focused on the specific skills necessary to do the next job rather than on the basic background skills that make it possible to absorb new technologies
 .

As a result, problems emerge when new breakthrough technologies arrive. (4) If American workers, for example, take much longer to learn how to operate new flexible manufacturing stations than workers in Germany (as they do), the effective cost of those stations is lower in Germany than it is in the United States
 . (5) More time is required before equipment is up and running at capacity, and the need for extensive retraining generates costs and creates bottlenecks that limit the speed with which new equipment can be employed
 . The result is a slower pace of technological change. And in the end the skills of the bottom half of the population affect the wages of the top half. If the bottom half can't effectively staff the processes that have to be operated, the management and professional jobs that go with these processes will disappear.

Test 30

In a sense, the new protectionism is not protectionism at all, at least not in the traditional sense of the term. (1) The old protectionism referred only to trade-restricting and trade-expanding devices, such as the tariff or export subsidy. The new protectionism is much broader than this; it includes interventions into foreign trade but is not limited to them
 . The new protectionism, in fact, refers to how the whole of government intervention into the private economy affects international trade. The emphasis on trade is still there, thus came the term "protection". (2) But what is new is the realization that virtually all government activities can affect international economic relations
 .

The emergence of the new protectionism in the Western world reflects the victory of the interventionist, or welfare economy over the market economy. Jab Tumiler writes, "The old protectionism...coexisted, without any apparent intellectual difficulty with the acceptable of the market as a national as well as an international economic distribution mechanism—indeed, protectionists as well as (if not more than) free traders stood for laissez-faire. (3) Now, as in the 1930's, protectionism is an expression of a profound skepticism as to the ability of the market to distribute resources and incomes to societies' satisfaction
 ."

It is precisely this profound skepticism of the market economy that is responsible for the protectionism. In a market economy, economic change of various colors implies redistribution of resources and incomes. (4) The same opinion in many communities apparently is that such redistributions often are not proper. Therefore, the government intervenes to bring about a more desired result
 .

The victory of the welfare state is almost complete in northern Europe. In Sweden, Norway, Finland, Denmark, and the Netherlands, government intervention in almost all aspects of economic and social life is considered normal. (5) In Great Britain this is only somewhat less true. Government traditionally has played a very active role in economic life in France and continued to do so
 . Only West Germany dares to go against the tide towards excessive interventionism in Western Europe. It also happens to be the most successful Western European economy.

The welfare state has made significant progress in the United States as well as in Western Europe. Social security, unemployment insurance, minimum-wage laws, and rent control are by now traditional welfare state elements on the American scene.

Test 1

(1) American Health reports that the types of daydreams, whether they are pleasant and hopeful or filled with despair, take shape in childhood when everyone develops one of three basic daydreaming styles: positive, negative and scattered
 . Although everyone lapses occasionally into each of these types, positive daydreamers are more likely to imagine happy, playful or entertaining of these types. (2) Negative daydreamers tend to dwell on life's darker side, imagining dangerous and/or life threatening situations, such as the appearance of a fatal or weakening disease or becoming a victim of violence
 . Scattered daydreamers are easily bored and distracted. "Their mental images tend to be fleeting, repetitive and shallow, like variations on the same fairy tales," explains Yale psychologist Roni Tower.

(3) While all three types are common, positive imaginations are the likeliest to serve as springboards for problem solving, while negative and scattered daydreams may leave a person feeling anxious
 . Negative daydreamers are waiting for "the other shoe to fall". Their imaginations are often guilt-ridden or obsessive.

There are times when drifting away can cause problems, according to Blodin. "If daydreaming gets in the way of daily function because the person is doing it all day, the person won't be very productive," she says. "The amount of time and the frequency that a person daydreams is what's important. It should not take up all of your time. (4) If people find their daydreaming is becoming excessive, they should take a realistic look at what's going on in their life and ask themselves what they are trying to avoid
 . Then they can assess what steps they need to take to correct the situation." (Anyone who has a hard time discriminating between reality and imagination or starts replacing real-life family and friends with imagined people should seek professional help.)

(5) Professor Singer sums up the advantages of daydreams to the average person:"by sitting quietly and letting your daydreams emerge instead of squelching them, you may find there are parts of yourself you haven't been listening to
 . Instead of fearing them, you'll gain access to tremendous range of interesting, creative ideas."

Test 2

The technological revolutions of the last two decades have placed a severe burden on the concept of technology transfer. It is quite clear that the concept has serious limitations; with time, it is not at all clear that its methods have improved or its result progressed.

(1) The underlying assumption in "technology transfer" is that the application of new discoveries to the development of new technology by the developed countries produces results which are applicable to underdeveloped countries
 . Although this assumption has never really been put to a true global test, it is by now clear that this cannot be the main means of technological progress in developing areas such as Africa, Southeast Asian and Latin America, irrespective of its possible utility elsewhere. (2) The question is whether such an outcome is inevitable and inherent in the process or whether it merely reflects the shortage of resources and improper management
 . It is my contention that "technology transfer" as a vehicle of progress for the developing countries is irreparably flawed and cannot succeed.

The fundamental flaw is that "technology transfer" is cast in the die of a colonial process whereby developed countries do things in ways that they find acceptable for their former colonies, the developing countries. (3) Whether the development process is carried out by citizens of the recipient nation or not is irrelevant; the philosophy upon which "technology transfer" is based, beginning with training and ending with application, is composed of a set of socio-culturally and economically determined values within the institutionalized fabric of science, which select the questions found to be meaningful, dictate the preferred research plans and evaluate the significance only of the results obtained
 .

Clearly, technology based on the set of determinants is not likely to be very relevant to the vastly different economic and socio-cultural conditions of developing countries. It will hardly get to the needs of the developing countries, perhaps even serving to slow progress.

(4) This situation must be replaced by a new process which might be called "basic knowledge transfer" as part of growth of a forefront science in the developing countries
 . This approach contains the following features:

· Given full access to new scientific discovery at the cutting edge of science, that is, at the region of high intensity transfer from basic to applied knowledge, the scientists of developing countries can create their own technology transfer from basic to applied.

· Scientists in the developing countries, in active dialog with other elements such as government, community and industry, can identify and prioritize problems and develop a practical situation.

·(5) The problem of internal "technology transfer" will require for each country or region a suitable number of trained scientific specialists; means for maintaining the competency of these leaders will need to be developed by each nation or region
 .

Test 3

This is supposed to be an enlightened age, but you wouldn't think so if only you could hear what the average man thinks of the average woman. Women won their independence years ago. After a long, bitter struggle, they now enjoy the same educational opportunities as men in most parts of the world. They have proved repeatedly that they are equal and often superior to men in almost every field. (1) The hard-fought battle for recognition has been won, but it is by no means over. It is men, not women who still carry on the sex war because their attitude remains basically hostile
 . Even in the most progressive societies, women continue to be regarded as second-rate citizens. To hear some men talk, you'd think that women belonged to a different species!

On the surface, the comments made by men about women's abilities seem lighthearted. The same tired jokes about women drivers are repeated day in and day out. (2) This apparent lightheartedness does not conceal the real contempt that men feel for women. However much men sneer at women, their claims to superiority are not borne out through statistics
 . Let's consider the matter of driving, for instance. (3) We all know that women cause far fewer accidents than men. They are too conscientious and responsible to drive like maniacs
 . But this is a minor quibble. Women have succeeded in any job you care to name. As politicians, soldiers, doctors, factory hands, university professors, farmers, company directors, lawyers, bus-conductors, scientists and presidents of countries, they have often put men to shame. And we must remember that they frequently succeed brilliantly in all these fields in addition to bearing and rearing children.

(4) Yet men go on maintaining the fiction that there are many jobs women cannot do. Top-level political negotiation between countries, business and banking are almost entirely controlled through men, who jealously guard their so-called "rights"
 . Even in otherwise enlightened places like Switzerland women haven't even been given the vote. This situation is preposterous! The arguments that men put forward to exclude women from these fields are all too familiar. Women, they say, are unreliable and irrational. They depend too little on cool reasoning and too much on intuition and instinct to arrive at decisions. They are not even capable of thinking clearly. Yet when women prove their abilities, men refuse to acknowledge them and give them their due. So much for a man's ability to think clearly!

The truth is that men cling to their supremacy because of their basic inferiority complex. They shun real competition. They know in their hearts that women are superior and they are afraid of being beaten at their own game. One of the most important tasks in the world is to achieve peace between the nations. (5) You can be sure that if only women were allowed to sit round the conference table, they would succeed brilliantly, as they always do, where men have failed for centuries
 .

Test 4

Often referred to as "the heart of a factoring organization," the credit department is responsible for granting credit to clients' customers and for collecting the accounts receivable purchased by the factor. When factored clients submit customer orders for credit approval, the credit department analyzes the financial condition and credit worthiness of the customer, then makes a decision to approve or decline the order. (1) The department must then monitor the condition of approved customers and collect all due receivables. Careful credit checking and effective collection procedures in this department can greatly reduce the risks inherent in factoring
 .

As the head of the credit department, the credit manager is responsible for seeing that the department operates effectively. (2) He must develop the factor's credit policies in consultation with senior factoring associates, and he is in overall command of everything from credit and collections to bankruptcy and liquidations
 . If only the factor is a commercial bank division, the credit manager is a bank vice president, and credit policy must also be approved through top management of the bank.

(3) Assisting the credit manager may be several supervisors who have credit responsibilities of their own and who also oversee the analysis and approval of customer orders through the credit specialists
 . Credit supervisors typically spend about eighty percent of their time handling large customer orders. If only a customer order exceeds a supervisor's credit authority, he is responsible for making recommendations to the credit manager. A supervisor also reviews a subordinate's credit decision if only the subordinate is unsure of the extent of the credit risk or if only a client questions a particular credit decision.

In extremely large credit exposures, supervisors bear the responsibility for analyzing the credit position of the customers and deciding on credit limits. To do this, they must regularly obtain current data from various credit information sources. They must also have extensive contact with each customer to determine operational performance and progress. Frequently, supervisors are called upon to give advice on what should be done to improve a company's financial condition. (4) Meeting all these responsibilities requires that each supervisor continuously observe and study the industries with which he is concerned, so that he is capable of anticipating market changes which may affect his accounts
 .

(5) A supervisor's major challenge is to maintain a fine balance between the demands of clients that all their customer orders be approved and the questionable financial position of some of the customers
 . In reviewing any credit decision, a supervisor must be capable of weighing a variety of elements, including the possibility of losing the client, the customer's credit position, and the extent of any possible loss.

Judging goodness is not an exact science. Received opinion has, over the ages, recommended various pursuits for the benefits they purportedly bestow, from wearing hair shirts and reading the Bible to cleaning one's plate at dinner time and listening to Mozart. (1) Self-improvement, be it of body or of mind, is the key, we are told, to individual happiness and collective well-being; striving to find what is good for us will lead us to the good life and the good society
 .

But does science help or hinder? Historians have often identified the scientific revolution of the late 17th and 18th centuries as the watershed that separated the moderns from the ancients in ways of knowing the world. (2) As a result, superstition, tradition and custom no longer stood as the primary authorities that could explain, legitimate and preserve the status quo
 . (3) The emerging spirit of inquiry and discovery released humanity from pre-modern unenlightenment; out of the darkness came the gas lamp, the electric light bulb and the ultraviolet beam, shedding light on man's formerly slavish, subordinated state of being
 .

In this Whiggish narrative of progress, science plays its benevolent part in bringing mankind to a higher stage of evolution. (4) Elemental forces are mastered and managed: killer diseases no longer kill, long distances cease to be prohibitive, mass media and communications transform our knowledge of societies outside our own
 . The length and quality of life increase in tandem with the onward procession of scientists, physicians, inventors and techno-entrepreneurs.

Anxieties about where technology might lead us are therefore part of the broader malaise of our impoverished democracy. (5) If we are to feel confident about the power of science to build a brighter future, then we must create structures for the development of moral consensus, through debate and dialogue, across communities and societies at all levels
 . A socially integrated, politically connected, virtuous science cannot be successfully locked into an inclusive, democratic system when that system itself is weak and failing.

Test 6

People in business can use foresight to identify new products and services, as well as markets for those products and services. An increase in minority populations in a neighborhood would prompt a grocer with foresight to stock more foods linked to ethnic tastes. (1) An art museum director with foresight might follow trends in computer graphics to make exhibits more appealing to younger visitors
 .

Foresight may reveal potential threats that we can prepare to deal with before they become crises. (2) For instance, a capable corporate manager might see an alarming rise in local housing prices that could affect the availability of skilled workers in the region
 . The public's changing values and priorities, as well as emerging technologies, demographic shifts, economic constraints (or opportunities), and environmental and resource concerns are all parts of the increasingly complex world system in which leaders must lead.

(3) People in government also need foresight to keep systems running smoothly, to plan budgets, and to prevent wars
 . Government leaders today must deal with a host of new problems emerging from rapid advances in technology. Even at the community level, foresight is critical: school officials, for example, need foresight to assess numbers of students to accommodate, numbers of teachers to hire, new educational technologies to deploy, and new skills for students (and their teachers) to develop. (4) Many of the best-known techniques for foresight were developed by government planners, especially in the military, "thinking about the unthinkable"
 . Pioneering futurists at the RAND Corporation (the first "think tank") began seriously considering what new technologies might emerge in the future and how these might affect US security. These pioneering futurists at RAND, along with others elsewhere, refined a variety of new ways for thinking about the future.

(5) The futurists recognized that the future world is continuous with the present world, so we can learn a great deal about what may happen in the future by looking systematically at what is happening now
 .

Test 7

All values in the economic system are measured in terms of money. Our goods and services are sold for money, and that money is in turn exchanged for other goods and services. Coins are adequate for small transactions, while paper notes are used for general business. (1) There are additionally a wider sense of the word "money", covering anything that is used as a means of exchange, whatever form it may take
 . Originally, a valuable metal (gold, silver or copper) served as a constant store of value, and even today the American dollar is technically "backed" by the store of gold which the US government maintains. Because gold has been universally regarded as a very valuable metal, national currencies were for many years judged in terms of the so-called "gold standard". Nowadays however, national currencies are considered to be as strong as the national economies which support them.

Valuable metal has generally been replaced by paper notes. These notes are issued by governments and authorized banks, and are known as "legal tender". Other arrangements such as checks and money orders are not legal tender. They perform the function of substitute money and are known as "instruments of credit". (2) Credit is offered only when creditors believe that they have a good chance of obtaining legal tender when they present such instruments at a bank or other authorized institution
 . If a man's assets are known to be considerable, then his credit will be good. If his assets are in doubt, then it may be difficult for him to obtain large sums of credit or even to pay for goods with a check.

The value of money is basically its value as a medium of exchange, or, as economists put it, its "purchasing power". This purchasing power is dependent on supply and demand. The demand for money is reckonable as the quantity needed to effect business transactions. An increase in business requires an increase in the amount of money coming into general circulation. (3) But the demand for money is related not only to the quantity of business but also to the rapidity with which the business is done
 . The supply of money, on the other hand, is the actual amount in notes and coins available for business purposes. (4) If too much money is available, its value decreases, and it does not buy as much as it did, say, five years earlier. This condition is known as "inflation"
 .

Banks are closely concerned with the flow of money into and out of the economy. They often cooperate with governments in efforts to stabilize economies and to prevent inflation. They are specialists in the business of providing capital, and in allocating funds on credit. (5) Banks originated as places to which people took their valuables for safe-keeping, but today the great banks of the world have many functions in addition to acting as guardians of valuable private possessions
 .

You must have heard about General Motors. But do you know that in 1973, the annual sales of GM were actually greater than the combined GNP of Switzerland, Pakistan and South Africa? Yes, corporations such as GM, IBM, and ITT are extremely powerful. In fact the combined physical assets of all global corporations were estimated at more than ＄200 billion. And that was more than twenty years ago. Today their power has greatly increased, and is still growing. (1) So much so, that some observers believe that by the end of this century, the 300 largest corporations will account for more than half of the world's industrial production
 .

The most commonly used term for this type of transnational organization is "multinational corporation". It does not mean that they are all transnational in personnel. The top level of management usually comes predominantly from one country. In most cases, the country is clearly identifiable as the home country. GM, for example, is based in the United States. So are the others mentioned above. What makes them multinational is the scope of their operations. (2) They manufacture and sell their products where it is most profitable, by passing the formal boundaries of states as much as they can and dealing with the governments of states as little as they can
 . Being "multinational", they have little loyalty toward any one country. When their interests conflict with the political interests of a country, they will always put their business interest first. To them, political boundaries are irrelevant to the business of selling automobiles or Coca Cola. (3) The chair of Dow Chemical Company once expressed the wish that he could buy an island owned by no nation, on which to establish his World Headquarters so that the corporation could be truly on neutral ground
 .

(4) Today there is widespread agreement that multinational corporations will have an important effect on international relations and world economy
 . But there is little agreement on exactly what that effect will be. There are those who see them as benevolent and those who see them as evil...

Among those who see multinational corporations as benevolent, many emphasize their importance in helping reduce the gap between rich countries and poor ones. (5) These business giants are referred to as "engines of development", because it is claimed that they do more to improve the economic life in less developed countries than all governmental foreign aid programs have ever done
 . By setting up factories abroad, they provide jobs; by equipping these factories with the latest machines and equipment, they make available the most modern technology. Because goods are now produced within the less developed countries, there is less need for them to import from abroad, and their balance of payments will improve.

Test 9

Some recent historians have argued that life in the British colonies in America from approximately 1763 to 1789 was marked by internal conflicts among colonists. Inheriting some of the viewpoints of early twentieth-century progressive historians such as Beard and Becker, these recent historians have put forward arguments that deserve evaluation.

The kind of conflict most emphasized by these historians is class conflict. Yet with the Revolutionary War dominating these years, how does one distinguish class conflict within that larger conflict? Certainly not by the side a person supported. (1) Although many of these historians have accepted the earlier assumption that Loyalists represented an upper class, new evidence indicates that Loyalists, like rebels, were drawn from all socioeconomic classes
 . (It is nonetheless probably true that a larger percentage of the well-to-do joined the Loyalists than joined the rebels.) Looking at the rebel side, we find little evidence for the contention that lower-class rebels were in conflict with upper-class rebels. Indeed, the war effort against Britain tended to suppress class conflicts. (2) Where it did not, the disputing rebels of one or another class usually became Loyalists
 . Loyalism thus operated as a safety valve to remove socioeconomic discontent that existed among the rebels. Disputes occurred, of course, among those who remained on the rebel side, but the extraordinary social mobility of eighteenth-century American society (with the obvious exception of slaves) usually prevented such disputes from hardening along class lines. Social structure was in fact so fluid—though recent statistics suggest a narrowing of economic opportunity as the latter half of the century progressed—that to talk about social classes at all requires the use of loose economic categories such as rich, poor, and middle class, or eighteenth-century designations like "the better sort". (3) Despite these vague categories, one should not claim unequivocally that hostility between recognizable classes cannot be legitimately observed
 . Outside of New York, however, there were very few instances of openly expressed class antagonism.

Having said this, one must add that there is much evidence to support the further claim of recent historians that sectional conflicts were common between 1763 and 1789. The "Paxton Boys" incident and the Regulator movement are representative examples of the widespread, and Justified, discontent of western settlers against colonial or state governments dominated by eastern interest. (4) Although undertones of class conflict existed beneath such hostility, the opposition was primarily geographical
 . Sectional conflict which also existed between North and South deserves further investigation.

In summary, historians must be careful about the kind of conflict they emphasize in eighteenth-century America. (5) Yet those who stress the achievement of a general consensus among the colonists cannot fully understand that consensus without understanding the conflicts that had to be overcome or repressed in order to reach it
 .

Now there is another area where the Federal Government can play a part. As an older American, I remember a time when people of different race, creed or ethnic origin in our land found hatred and prejudice installed in social custom and, yes, in law. There's no story more heartening in our history than the progress that we've made toward the brotherhood of man that God intended for us. (5) Let us resolve: there will be no turning back or hesitation on the road to an America rich in dignity and abundant with opportunity for all our citizens
 .

3．相反，那些我们本以为可以解放我们的技术奇迹却开始把我们困在相互联系的网内，似乎很难从中轻易逃脱。

4．我们的每一刻闲暇时间都被某种业务联系所侵占，时间反倒成了最稀缺的资源。

5．如果这种新技术革命仅仅意味着超级高效，那么我们就可能失去某种比时间更珍贵的东西——我们对做一个有爱心的人的价值感。

Test 10

1．很明显，第三世界的文化在这个方面已经被殖民教育的方法削弱了，这种殖民教育几乎只针对男性。

2．在这些情况下，我们不应感到奇怪，到目前为止，女性在已经实施的教育项目中参与最少。

3．在学校里，许多问题都是由于营养不均衡以及不够卫生造成的。这些因素加在一起就能导致她们跟不上学校的节奏。

4．因此，即使是女孩子的基础教育也应该针对基本需要，并且应该提供尽可能简单的答案。

5．这种做法的一个重要结果是唤醒了人们的求知欲，这一方面表现为迫切需要进一步接受教育，另一方面则表现为迫切需要实际应用。

Test 11

1．欧洲兔子遍布整个澳洲。它们挖地洞，吃掉了本可用来饲养成百万头牛羊的牧草，造成了毁灭性的灾难。

2．后来发现有一种蚊子是这种传染病的携带者，它能使兔子染上这种疾病。就这样，当世界其他地区在想方设法消灭蚊子时，澳大利亚却在助长这种蚊子的滋生繁殖。

3．这种蚊子使疾病迅速蔓延到整个澳洲，造成兔子数量的剧减。后来，兔子显然对这种疾病产生了一定的免疫力，因此不太可能遭到完全灭绝。

4．具有讽刺意味的是，欧洲把兔子作为有害动物给了澳洲，却从澳洲染上了这种最终造成瘟疫的人为疾病。

5．疾病蔓延到整个法国，而在法国一般并不把野兔看成是有害动物，而是把它作为猎物和有用的食物来源。疾病然后又传到英国，在那里，野兔虽然被看成是有害动物，但同样会受到这种疾病感染的家兔却为有利可图的皮毛业提供原料。

Test 12

1．描写犯罪的小说的共同特点是它们都对犯罪感兴趣，但题材范围广泛，体裁变化多种多样，所以堪称文学的一个独立分支，或者至少要被视为是传统小说中的一个尽管名声有点不好但却别具一格的支脉。

2．在上流社会中，人命案件出现可能要比料想的更频繁、更神秘；但是，这些事件的案发地点——村庄、海滨胜地、学院或工作室，却是我们所熟悉的：即使不是我们亲身经历，至少也是报上登载或出现在朋友们的生活之中的。

3．精心安排、结构严密的情节，尽管受到现代唯理智论的批评家和“有重大意义的”小说的创作者们的鄙视，但却在描写谋杀案件的侦探小说中找到了庇护所，这种小说有一些关键的情节，以看来显然不可能的事情来增添趣味，故事结束时又全部有妥善的解决办法与说明。

4．连续不断的拳击战、手枪决斗、撞车和逃出装满汽油的地窖，要比至少有两根肋骨被打折、一只眼睛被打肿、遍体鳞伤并宿醉未醒，却仍然能够以摔跤运动员一样的体格追击并制服武装歹徒的英雄人物更能使读者精疲力竭。

5．也许在惊险小说中，我们领略不到那沉着冷静的调查员几经周折和失败最终安全地引领我们找出嫌疑犯的安全感。此时，使我们感到迷惑的一切都无可争议地得以澄清，正义和善良取得绝对胜利。

Test 13

1．我可以肯定，要我不用现代武器而去和一头熊争夺一座山洞的所有权，我会窘态毕露的，而且我相信，会出洋相的绝非我一人。

2．然而人类之间的竞争，个人与个人、社会与社会之间的竞争仍然在继续，而且这种斗争的激烈程度并不亚于过去。

3．人与人之间的竞争并不是那种为了争夺由物质环境决定的一定量食物而进行的简单竞争，因为决定人类进化的环境已经不再主要是物质的了。

4．然而，它们目前的发展程度却全然不同，这并不是因为人的不同，而是因为存在于两地居民头脑中的观念不同。

5．众所周知，凡是原始文化遭到白人入侵的地方，最具有破坏效果的不是有形的武器，而是思想。

Test 14

1．正是由于认识到怜悯的作用，才使主张死刑的人指责提倡废除死刑的人感情用事，说他们为杀人犯惋惜胜于为受害者惋惜。

2．投毒者总是按照周密的行动计划行事，因此他能够考虑是否值得冒自己的生命危险去干掉别人；而行凶的窃贼则通常是受一时冲动所支配。

3．尽管如此，这却是一个可以得到认可的主张；如果说怜悯之心使那些极力要求废除死刑的人感到激动，这并不是对死刑囚犯所受精神痛苦感情用事的怜悯，而是对毁灭奇迹般的生命感到恐惧。

4．今天不足以判处一个月监禁的触犯法律的行为，在18世纪却被判处死刑，刑法的严峻对犯罪行为的猖獗并无重大影响。

5．那个时代并不十分重视生命的神圣，因为除了相当少的一部分哲学家外，人们都理所当然地认为来世还有生命。

Test 15

1．污染的形成，是由于人类向环境中排放一些全新的、通常是人造的物质；或者是由于向环境中大量排放天然物质，如油轮中的石油排放到海洋中。

2．工业生产的整个过程制造出许多日常生活所需要和使用的东西，同时，必然产生大量的废弃物，从而破坏环境平衡，即人们常说的生态平衡。

3．有的人则把环境污染问题主要看成是农业中的问题，农业中采用新的生产方式，使得农民能够从地里收获更多的粮食以养活不断增长的人口。

4．不管形成污染的潜在原因是什么，只要公司、个人，以及政府做出进一步的努力，毫无疑问，许多污染问题都能够得到控制。

5．广告助长了这种浪费，因为广告不但诱使人们购买他们既不想要也不需要的东西，而且使人们扔掉许多已经买到手的东西。

Test 16

1．这是一个怀疑一切的时代，但是尽管我们对祖先所深信的许多事物都已信心削减了，但我们对装在瓶中的药物的疗效却仍然同我们的祖先一样确信不疑。

2．现代人对药物的信任由这一事实得到证实，即卫生部门每年所支付的药费正在上升到天文数字，而且到目前为止还没有停止增长的迹象。

3．不仅仅是那些无知的和没有受过良好教育的人才相信装在瓶中的药物，人们尤其相信由聪明的药剂师包在白纸里并轻涂红色火漆封口的药物。

4．但是既然一种药对某一种疾病起过如此良好的作用，它对另一种疾病一定也会同样有效；当想到他将给朋友带去帮助时，他心里感到快慰，于是他急忙赶到亨利·泰勒的家里。

5．服药的一大优点是，除了要求服药者在片刻时间里忍受可憎的味道外，别无其他的要求，而这也正是所有的病人对他们的医生提出的要求——在不给自己带来不便的情况下把病治好。

Test 17

1．把一种文明而不是一个国家看作一个重要单位来研究的历史观是相当近的产物。中世纪以来，大多数欧洲历史学家所采用的不是宗教观就是民族观。

2．然而，从那以后，许多对欧洲及美洲民族国家进行编年史研究的历史学家很少关注欧洲文化以外的社会，除了根据他们自己的观点来描述那些社会是如何被更进步的欧洲强国所征服的。

3．早在19世纪，认同浪漫主义运动的哲学家和历史学家们对18世纪所提出的“各地和各个时代的人都一样”的设想进行了批判。

4．他们主张，一个民族的生命在很大程度上受它在一个更大的社会实体中所参与行为的影响，这一更大的社会实体由一些具有许多共同的鲜明特征而且有着共同渊源的民族或国家组成。

5．在现代，现存的文明之间冲突不断加剧，以至于任何一种文明都不能再追求其单独的命运，而所有的文明都被认为是同一个世界文明的参与者。

Test 18

1．然而，一个语言指导者确实需要对所教语言的用法有全面而与实际相符的了解，这是一种以该语言为母语的人都不能表达出来的有意识的了解。

2．只有对该语言具有批判性的理解和兴趣，指导者才能以不同的方式解释该语言的方方面面，从而适应学生的特殊要求和思维方式。

3．具有这种能力的那些语言指导者不需要，也不应该多花时间去编排教学计划以及备课，而这就必然要求他们对本职工作十分精通。

4．这样一来，尽管学生们可能仍需要为他们所得到的个别指导交纳不菲的学费，但是这和聘请家教或上学相比还是便宜得多。

5．可是同样地，与私人教师相比，语言指导者能够同时辅导多得多的不同学生，而社会也需要即使不是更多，至少也是同样多的这样的指导者。

Test 19

1．另一方面，人们又争辩说，如果认为在机器智能的计算、处理、决策、判断和思维能力等方面存在什么基本的物质限制，那么，这些限制也必然适用于人类的智能。

2．特瑞提出一种问答式方法来处理这种问题：把机器和人都隐藏起来，问题的提出和回答都通过打字来进行。

3．如果观察者能通过提问准确地确定是人还是机器在做出回答，那么他就可以质疑机器是否具有智能或者机器是否具有与人一样的智能。

4．或许，更合理的方法是，想象一个连续的智能空间，把人、机器、动物、植物等等按照相对智能水平在这个空间中进行排列。

5．反对机器智能的另一种普遍观点是，计算机只不过是一种无声机器，只按照人们给出的程序工作。

Test 20

1．在自然资源越来越贫乏的情况下，这种日益加剧的贫困便对世界和平构成了持久的威胁。而且它不但威胁着和平，也威胁着民主制度和个人自由。

2．在他（个体的人）和冷漠残忍的大自然之间，在他和同样冷漠残忍的操纵政治和经济权力的统治者之间，购买力没有剩余，也不能积累。

3．民主的意义，除了其他的含义之外，就是要能对上司说“不”。但是，除非一个人确信自己在失去上司的宠信后还能有饭吃，否则他是不会对上司说“不”的。

4．此外，在任何一个人口对自然资源具有巨大压力的国家里，总的经济情况往往是不稳定的，于是政府控制资金和劳动力、控制生产和消费就不可避免了。

5．20世纪成为中央集权政府和极权主义独裁的世纪，这决不是偶然的；之所以如此，理由很简单，那就是20世纪是一个地球过于拥挤的世纪。

Test 21

1．把标准化测试作为抨击的目标是错误的，因为在抨击这类测试时，批评者没有注意到测试的弊病在于使用测试的人对测试不甚了解或使用不当。

2．这些测试在多大程度上为后来的表现所证实，这取决于所采用信息的数量、可靠性和适用性，以及解释这些信息的技能和才智。

3．因此，在某一特定情况下，究竟是采用测试还是其他种类的信息，或是两者兼用，需凭有关相对效度的经验依据而定，也取决于诸如费用和实用性等因素。

4．一般来说，当所要测定的特征能很精确地界定时，测试最为有效；而当所要测定或预测的东西不能明确地界定时，测试的效果则最差。

5．例如，测试并不弥补明显的社会不公，因此它们不能说明一个物质条件差的年轻人，如果在较好的环境下成长的话，会有多大才干。

Test 22

1．两个星体都蕴藏着大量的表层水和厚厚的大气层，而且气候比现在温暖。

2．相反，过去30多年从火星上收集的数据资料表明，该星体陷入的困境使人联想到地球的冰河时代。

3．气温上之所以有这些相似之处，部分原因在于：与其他星体相比，火星的轨道与太阳的距离只比地球的轨道与太阳的距离稍远一点。

4．尽管火星上的温度看起来对训练有素的户外勘探者有相当大的诱惑力，但从人类的角度看，其大气成分还有许多欠缺。

5．火星上极度稀薄的空气使火星上无论是过去还是现在是否有生命这一问题更加神秘化了。

Test 23

1．这一时期出现了许多新的发明和进步，诸如通讯卫星、光导纤维、大规模集成电路、计算机及微型计算机、视频电话数据库、分组交换网络等等。

2．很少有技术能像这些得到充分发展利用的发明一样对人类生活的条件产生如此深刻的影响，而且通讯领域里肯定还会有更多新发明，有些甚至会具有更大的影响力。

3．20世纪的最后25年将作为一个历史的新纪元而被人们永远记住；在这个时期，人们获得了新的通讯手段来同别人、同图像和数据库系统，以及同复杂的机器打交道。

4．银行业务将不通过现金和支票处理，一个人的信誉将高于他的门第出身。

5．信息革命也面临同样的情形，没有通讯链接，信息革命是不可能取得进展的。

Test 24

1．陶器在早期文化中占据了如此重要的地位，以至于科学家们现在通过研究陶器来获取对古代文明的更多了解。陶器的装饰、材料、釉彩、制作等工艺越进步，就说明这种文明越进步。

2．今天，北美的陶艺匠人运用他们的技艺和想象力制作出既美观又实用的陶艺制品，把普通的用品变为独特的艺术品。

3．现在，大多数北美制陶艺人购买现成的专用黏土，也有些陶匠在自己作坊附近就能挖到所需的黏土。

4．制做陶器最重要的工具是工匠们自己的双手，但有时他们也用些别的工具，如绳圈、木模具、光面钢丝、海绵等。

5．陶器上有些地方不需要上釉彩，像罐子底部，匠人们就在这些部位涂上蜡，一加热就会融化掉。

Test 25

1．由于受史前遗留传统的奇特性所困扰，古希腊理论学家试图将希腊神话吸收到那些由哲学所创建的所谓“正确”的模型中来解释它们。

2．早期诠释者试图在神话中寻求精神、心理真理的寓言。现代的心理学理论，特别是荣格的心理学理论，在很多重要的方面为再现、改进早期诠释者所采用的方法提供了模型。

3．另一方面，人文研究的力量在于其关注作为符号制造者的人类创造不同世界的能力。

4．在英语里，神话（故事本身）和神话学（对神话的反思）这两个词的互换使用无意中指出了这一重要关系，一个被结构主义者认定的事实，即对神话的解释一定程度上只是为旧神话增加了新的内容。

5．但是不同神话之间区别如此之大，以至于任何通用的定义都显得武断而只是服务于定义者的理论；神话诠释的历史充分说明了这一事实。

Test 26

1．互联网的意思就是互相连接的网络，它连接着数十万计更小的计算机网络。这些网络以文字、图像以及声音的形式传输巨大的信息量。

2．网络使用者能够搜索各种资源。这些资源大到巨大的资料库，小到使用者可以在上面围绕共同兴趣进行小组讨论的小型电子“公告板”。

3．互联网的一个组成部分，即万维网，能提供图形、声音以及视频，用以强化其文件中的信息。这些文件囊括了大量的话题。

4．这些电缆中有一股细如发丝的玻璃丝，它们以光脉冲形式传输数据。它们能够传递比本地电话线（大多是用铜线制成）多上万倍的数据。

5．许多专家相信，互联网可能会成为被称作信息高速公路的大网络的一部分。这一网络仍然在开发中，它将使计算机与电话公司、有线电视台以及其他通讯系统相连接。

Test 27

1．你要么拥有科学，要么没有。如果你拥有科学的话，你在接受那些系统有序、迅速、及时而有用的数据的同时，还必须接受那些令人惊讶又烦恼的信息。

2．我完全确信的唯一可靠的科学事实是，我们对自然界有着很深的无知。的确，我把这看作是生物学在过去一百年的主要发现。

3．正是对人类无知的深度和广度的这一突然认识，代表了20世纪科学对人类智能研究的最大贡献。

4．在更早些时期，我们不是装作了解事物是怎么运作的或者忽视问题的存在，就是虚构一些故事来填补我们的无知。现在，我们开始热情地探索，我们也隐约明白这个问题有多么巨大，以及距离这个问题得到回答有多么遥远。

5．在我们的智力范围以内，如果我们坚持足够长的时间，给予足够重视，我们应该能够通过努力得到所有的答案。

Test 28

1．国际贸易和海外投资的增加产生了对具有外语知识和跨文化交流技巧的经理人员的需求。

2．谈判包括说服和妥协。但是为了进行说服和妥协，谈判者必须懂得在谈判的文化中怎样说服别人和怎样达成妥协。

3．在外国谈判者看来，似乎美国人代表着一个庞大的拥有数百万资财的大企业，不用进一步地讨价还价就能出得起价钱。美国谈判者的角色变成了一个没有个人感情的信息及现金的供应者。

4．尤其引起跨文化误解的两个特点是美国谈判者的直截了当和缺乏耐心。

5．为了巩固这种关系，他们会选择非直接的交流而不计较投入用于了解谈判对方的时间。

Test 29

1．技能的获得被认为是个人的责任。劳动力不过是为了生产而雇用的另一个因素——以尽可能低的成本租用——就像是购买原材料或者设备。

2．对人力资源管理缺乏重视这一点可以从公司等级制度中看出。在一家美国公司里，首席财务总监几乎总是位居第二。

3．而且在工人培训上的有限投资也更加局限于进行下一项工作必须的专门技能上，而不是在那些使对新技术的吸收变得可能的基本技能上。

4．举例说，如果美国的工人比德国工人花费更多的时间学习如何操作新型灵活的生产设备（事实如此），那么这些设备的有效成本在德国就会比在美国低。

5．设备装配完毕并以最大的生产能力运行需要更长的时间，大范围的再度培训的需要会增加成本并且形成限制新设备投入使用的障碍。

Test 30

1．传统的贸易保护主义仅指贸易限制和贸易扩张工具，如关税或者出口补贴。新的贸易保护主义要广泛得多；它包括对外国贸易的干涉，但并不限于此。

2．但新贸易保护主义的“新”在于意识到事实上所有的政府活动都能影响国际经济关系。

3．现在，就像在20世纪30年代一样，贸易保护主义反映出对市场能否令社会满意地配置资源和收入的一种深刻的怀疑。

4．很多社会里一个明显相同的观点认为这种再分配常常是不适当的。因此，政府要进行干涉，以取得更加符合期望的结果。

5．在大不列颠只是稍微有些不同。在法国的经济生活中，传统上政府就扮演了一个非常活跃的角色，并一直持续如此。

Test 1

1．《美国健康》杂志报道说，人们的白日梦类型在童年时代就已经形成，不管是令人愉悦的、充满希望的、还是充满绝望的，在童年时代每个人就形成了三种基本白日梦类型中的一种，即：积极型的、消极型的或零散型的。

2．消极型的白日梦者总是想着生活中比较阴暗的方面，想着危险的和／或威胁生命的情景，诸如出现一种致命的或使人衰弱的疾病，或是自己成了暴力的受害者。

3．尽管这三种白日梦类型都很常见，积极型的幻想最有可能作为解决问题的跳板，而消极型和零散型的白日梦可能会使人感到焦虑不安。

4．如果人们发现自己的白日梦过多了，那他们就要现实地看待他们生活中正在发生的事情，并问问自己他们是在力图逃避些什么。

5．辛格教授总结了白日梦对普通人的益处：“静静地坐在那里，让你的白日梦浮现出来，而不是抑制它们，你就可以发现你尚未注意到的、自身内心活动的那些部分。”

Test 2

1． “技术转让”的基本设想是：发达国家利用新发现开发技术会给发展中国家带来适用的成果。

2．问题在于：这种结果是不是转让过程中不可避免的、固有的；是不是仅仅反映了资源的缺乏和管理不当。

3．这种殖民主义方式不考虑其发展过程是否能被“技术转让”接受国的人们执行。“技术转让”始于培训，终于应用，其哲学基础是由制度化的科学结构内的一整套社会文化和经济所决定的价值观所构成的。这些价值观选择那些被认为有意义的问题，决定优先的研究计划，评估所取得的成果的意义。

4．这种情况必须用一种新的方法予以取代，作为发展中国家前沿科学发展的一部分。这种方法即所谓的“基础知识转让”。

5．内部的“技术转让”要求每个国家或地区有一定数量的训练有素的科学家；每个国家和地区都需要创造方式，以保持带头人能始终胜任工作。

Test 3

1．这场为获得承认而进行的艰苦战斗已经获得了胜利，但是还远远没有结束。仍然继续进行这场性别之战的是男人而非女人，因为男人对女人在根本上仍保持着敌对的态度。

2．这种明显的漫不经心掩盖不住男人对女人的轻视。不管男人对女人有多少冷嘲热讽，他们所表达的优越感是不能用统计数字来证实的。

3．我们都知道，女人所引起的交通事故远比男人少。她们太小心、太有责任感了，不会像疯子一样地开车。

4．然而男人依旧怀有这样的幻想，认为有很多工作是女人做不了的。国家之间的高层政治谈判、商业以及银行业几乎完全控制在男人手中，他们满怀嫉妒地捍卫着他们所谓的“权力”。

5．你可以确信，如果允许女人坐在会议桌旁，在这个男人失败了几个世纪的地方，女人会像她们一直以来都获得成功那样，取得辉煌的成功。

Test 4

1．接着该部门必须监控获得信贷的消费者，收回所有到期应收款。这一部门细心的信贷审查以及有效的收款程序能够大量削减代理融资的内在风险。

2．他必须与融资方高级员工进行磋商，改进对融资方的信贷政策，并且全面掌握与信贷、收款以至破产、流动性相关的各种事项。

3．协助信贷经理工作的可以是几名监督人员，他们有自己的信贷责任，同时也监督着信贷专家们对消费定单所进行的分析以及批准。

4．为尽到所有这些职责，每一位监督人员要不断地观察研究与其相关的行业，好让自己能够预见到对他经管的信贷帐目产生影响的市场动态。

5．监督人员的主要挑战是在客户提出所有消费定单均获得信贷批准的要求与一些消费者不确定的财务状况之间保持较好的平衡。

Test 5

1．我们得知，自我改进，不管是身体上的还是心灵上的，是获得个人幸福和集体安康的关键，努力寻找对我们有用的东西将引导我们走向幸福的生活和美好的社会。

2．因此，迷信、传统和习俗不再是能够解释、证明和维持现状的绝对权威。

3．正在兴起的探索和发现精神把人类从前现代未启蒙状态解救出来，黑暗中出现了煤气灯、电灯泡和紫外线，使我们清楚地看到人类过去被奴役、受控制的生存状态。

4．自然的力量得到了征服和控制：致命的疾病不再致命，遥远的距离不再使人望而却步，大众媒体和各种通信手段把我们的社会知识传播到了我们自己的社会以外。

5．如果我们想对科学的力量创造更加美好的未来充满信心，我们就必须建立起一些机制，通过在不同层次的社区和社会上展开辩论和对话使道德观念变得一致。

Test 6

1．富有远见的艺术馆馆长可能会顺应计算机制图的潮流，使展出更加吸引年轻的参观者。

2．比如说，能干的公司主管可能会从当地房价飞速上涨这一现象中敏锐地观察到一丝迹象，从而判断出涨价将不利于该地区吸引熟练工前来就职。

3．在政府部门就职的人也需要有远见，以保证各部门运转顺利，灵活地制定预算，并防止战争爆发。

4．许多广为人知的培养远见的方法都是由政府的规划人员首创的。特别是在军队中，这种人大有人在，他们常常思考一些不可思议的事情。

5．未来学家们意识到未来世界与现实世界是息息相关的。我们通过系统地观察现有世界中发生的事情，就可以在很大程度上预测到未来将要发生什么。

Test 7

1．“货币”这个字眼还有更广泛的含义，包括任何用作交换手段的东西，不管它是什么形式。

2．只有当债权人相信，当他们向银行或其他授权机构递交这种信用工具将很可能取得法定货币时，他们才会提供信贷。

3．但是，货币的需求量不仅与交易的数量有关，而且还同成交的速度有关。

4．如果可供使用的货币太多，它的价值就会下跌，所能购买的物品就不能像过去，比如说5年以前那样多，这种情况就是所谓的“通货膨胀”。

5．银行最初是人们安全存放贵重物品的地方，但现在世界上一些大银行除了作贵重的私人财产的保护者外，还有许多别的作用。

Test 8

1．如今它们的实力已经获得了极大的提高，以至于有些观察家相信，到本世纪末，300家最大的公司会占全世界工业生产总值的一半以上。

5．这些商业巨子被认为是“发展的发动机”，因为据称他们在提高不太发达国家的经济生活方面，比所有政府出面的外援工程所作的都要多得多。

第二部分　短文写作

一、短文写作题型概述及命题趋势

1　作文要求

从2005年起，考研英语作文部分进行调整，分为A、B两节，总分30分。

A节：应用短文写作，1小题，满分10分。

这一部分要求考生根据所给情景写出一篇约100词（标点符号不计算在内）的应用性短文，包括信件（私人和公务信函）、备忘录、摘要及报告等。

B节：短文写作，1小题，满分20分。

这一部分要求考生根据提示信息写出一篇160词～200词（标点符号不计算在内）的一般描述性、叙述性、说明性或议论性的短文。提示信息的形式有主题句、写作提纲、规定情境、图、表等。

此外，历年的考试大纲还要求考生在作文中要做到：

（1）语法、拼写、标点正确，用词恰当；

（2）遵循文章的特定文体格式；

（3）合理组织文章结构，使其内容统一、连贯；

（4）根据写作目的和特定读者，选用恰当的语言。

作文部分是考研英语试卷中分值较高、难度较大、同时也是考生不容易得高分的主观型试题。这一部分内容既能测试考生对英语词汇、语法、修辞等的掌握和运用能力，同时也能测试考生的英语书面表达能力。因此，作文能真实地测试出考生综合运用英语书面语言的能力。在各种标准化英语考试中，作文都是必不可少的题型。

综观历年考研英语试题，作文部分无论是在字数上还是分值上都进行了较大的调整。从词数上看，1998年以前，作文部分的字数要求是120词～150词。从1998年起，词数增加到不少于150词，2001年起增加到大约200词，而在2005年则增加了应用短文写作，使作文考试由一篇变成两篇。新增的应用文短文词数要求是100词左右，而原来的短文写作词数则从“不少于200词”调整为“160词～200词”。从分值上看，2001年以前，作文部分的分值是15分。从2001年起，这一部分的分值增加到20分，而在2005年，这一部分的分值大幅上升到了30分。这一调整充分说明作文的重要性在研究生入学英语考试中得到了越来越充分的体现，同时也体现了英语书面表达能力在外语教学中的重要性。

2　评分原则和评分标准

1）评分原则

考研英语作文采取总体分档评分的原则，即阅卷人从内容和语言两个方面进行综合评定，而不是将短文的内容和语言分开来计分。如果短文内容不切题，即使语言得当、用词准确，也将会被判为零分；反之，如果内容切题，而语言错误较多，也不能得高分。与全国大学英语四、六级考试不同的是，考研作文更强调文章的连贯性、语言的规范性与条理性、用词的准确性，以及句式多变等。

2）评分标准

（1）内容评分标准

考研作文主要考查考生的书面表达能力，一般的评分标准对应用文和普通短文都适用，不过，由于对二者的考查要点不同，评分时侧重点也有所不同。

A节的应用文写作是2005年新增的题型，其评分侧重点在于信息点的覆盖和内容的组织，考查考生是否能把握题目要求，抓住信息点，并将之扩展写进自己的文章。同时，该题型还考查考生是否掌握了各种应用文写作的基本要求、语言的正式性与非正式性的区别以及上下文的关联性等。在语法结构和词汇多样性方面的要求则根据具体试题作调整。另外，考生可以使用提示语中出现过的关键词，但使用提示语中出现过的词组或句子将被扣分。

B节的短文写作已持续了十几年，1996年以前为命题式作文。根据这一命题的特点，评分标准要求“内容切题，包括提纲的全部要点，表达清楚，文字连贯，句式有变化，句子结构和用词准确”；1997年以后的作文为包含一个或多个图表或图画的图表（画）式作文，所写短文除了要达到以上几点要求外，还包括对图表（画）的说明、对图表（画）所反映的趋势的预测和分析，以及自己的评论等。

无论是应用文写作还是命题式作文，或是图表（画）式作文，考研英语作文的评分标准概括起来主要有五个方面，即“内容切题、表达清楚、文字连贯、句式有变化、语言规范”。
 考生若想在作文中取得高分，必须达到这几个方面的标准。

考研作文以通篇分档计分，即先根据文章的内容和语言确定其所属档次，然后以该档次要求来给分。具体评分标准如下：
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（2）其他评分标准

词数：A节应用文的词数要求是100词左右，B节短文的词数要求是160词～200词。文章长度不符合要求的，酌情扣分。

拼写及标点等：拼写与标点符号是语言准确性的一个方面。评分时，视其对交际的影响程度予以考虑。英、美拼写及词汇用法均可接受。

书写：如书写较差，以致影响交际，将分数降低一个档次。

在实际考试中，如在B节短文写作中，有些考生的作文没有包括提纲中的全部要点，即出现缺段的情况。一般的扣分标准是：缺第一部分扣3分，缺第二部分扣10分，缺第三部分扣7分。

考研作文评分标准表面上很细，具体到拼写、用词、语法、句式、主题及文章结构等，但在实际阅卷中，阅卷人每天要判很多份考卷，因此不可能认认真真、一字一句地读完整篇作文后，斟酌再三才给出最后分数。而且考研作文评分是总体评分，而不是按语言点给分，因此，阅卷人员一般只是将作文浏览一下，浏览时主要看文章是否完成了试题规定的任务，内容是否切题，字数是否符合要求，结构是否完整，表达是否清楚，文章中是否有闪光点等。因此，考生在写作时要善于从整体上进行把握。

3　作文样文分析

为使考生对考研英语作文的评分标准有更为准确的把握，下面以一篇真题作文题为例，对各个分数段的样文进行分析，并给出相关评语，考生可参照比较以确定自己的实际写作水平及复习重点。

4　高分作文的标准及实例分析

1）高分作文的标准

若想获得高分，考研英语作文必须在内容和语言两个方面达到考试大纲的要求。

（1）内容方面

·　A节的应用文要完成既定任务，
 如咨询信息、提出辞职等。

·　B节的短文一定要切题。


（2）语言方面

·　表达要清楚，文字要连贯。
 语言要简洁、准确，使阅卷人能通过作文内容领会作者的意图；每个段落要根据提纲要点确定不同的段落主题句，且能清楚地表现段落所要表达的思想内容；使用过渡词语实现上下文之间在内容和结构上的衔接。

·　句式要有变化。
 可以以介词短语开头、以非谓语动词短语开头、以形容词或副词开头等；句型要多样化，综合使用简单句、并列句、复合句、长句和短句。

·　句子结构和用词要准确。


·　文章中要有闪光点，切忌通篇语言贫乏。
 否则，即使内容切题、语言规范，也难以得高分。

（3）从用词上来看，词汇准确到位。compensate、complement、harmonious等词点缀于文间，提高了语言的层次。

5　命题规律、特点及趋势分析

1）命题规律

英语短文写作主要测试考生的英语书面表达能力，其中包括：词汇、句型、语法的运用能力以及用英语进行逻辑思维和组织观点的能力。短文的类别有命题、情景、图表、提纲等。考生应能写不同类型的应用文，还应能写一般描述性、叙述性、说明性或议论性的文章。英语短文写作的命题规律可归结为以下几点：


·　从类型上看：
 大体可以划分为两大类——第一类是给出提纲或开头句的命题写作（writings based on the given outlines or opening sentences），1996年以前都是采取这种形式；第二类是给出提纲的图画或图表写作（writings based on the visual information or pictures or graphs），1996年之后的作文题都是采取这种形式。


·　从选题范围上看：
 大都是目前人们最为关注的问题。从子女与父母的关系到健康的重要性，从近年来泛滥的行业“承诺”到世界烟民的现状，从希望工程到电视广告，从环境保护到生物种类趋于灭绝，以及近年来考题所涉及的国际文化交流、青少年成才、人生哲理、父母赡养、偶像崇拜、互联网等，都反映了当前社会的热门话题或可以用热门话题来透视的哲理性问题。轻松的图片却暗示了严肃话题，这正是考研写作久盛不衰的命题规律。一些社会热点问题，如：和谐社会、家庭关系、道德素质、商品房、私家车、环保、网络科技、大学生就业等仍然是备考的重点。


·　从文体上看：
 可以划分为说明文和议论文。这是因为考这类体裁的写作比较符合形势发展的实际需要，在学习、工作和生活中，人们所书写的材料大多也是说明文或议论文。


·　从出题形式上看：
 在平稳中逐渐趋于多样化。写作题目易于理解，无论以文字的形式还是以图表、图画的形式出现都浅显易懂。考生不会因题目中出现生词或难以理解的短语而影响正常发挥。


·　从考试内容上看：
 2005年新大纲增加了应用文题型，使得作文部分变成一大一小两篇作文，分值从原来的20分增加到了30分，从而增加了作文在试卷中的比重。小作文要求写100词左右，而大作文要求的词数从200词左右减少到了160～200词。两部分相加，总词数将达到300词左右，这说明写作能力在今后的考研英语试题中将是重点考查的对象。同时，今后考试中作文的难度可能还会加大，但其分值不会有很大变动。这是因为，作为一种主观题型，作文在其评卷过程中涉及到评卷人的主观因素，这是比较难以把握的，也是难以避免的。所以，在考试日趋标准化的今天，主观题型的分值应该不会在30分的基础上再有大的突破。

如果考生想在较短的时间内对考研英语写作有所认识、有所突破，首先应该了解考研英语写作的命题规律，并了解各种题型的写作技巧，然后在研读相关范文的基础上进行有针对性的写作练习。

2）命题特点

（1）历年考研英语作文试题统览

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（2）命题形式

依据新的考试大纲的规定，考研英语作文的类别有命题式作文、规定情景式作文、段首句式作文、图表（画）式作文以及常用应用文。1991年～1996年，考研英语作文采用命题＋提纲式的出题形式，即给出题目和提纲，要求考生写一篇内容切题、结构完整的作文；1997年～2004年，考研英语作文采用图表／漫画＋提纲式的命题形式，即给出一张图表或一幅漫画，要求考生根据图表或漫画对所反映出的问题进行分析解释。2005年的作文部分则包括两部分，除一篇看图作文外，还要求考生根据文字所描述的情境，按题目要求中所给定的要点给相关人士写一封短信，明确表达自己写信的原因、动机、目的和愿望等。同2005年的考题相似，2006年之后的作文部分除了一篇看图作文外，也包括一篇应用文写作。





（3）作文选材范围

考研英语作文的选材范围均为大家所关注的社会热点话题，如电视广告，希望工程，吸烟与健康，人与生态环境的问题，献爱心，文化的融合，子女教育，不断进取，赡养老人，偶像崇拜，自信，互相帮助，互联网等，无一不是当前公众所普遍了解和关注的问题，或是蕴藏在生活中的道德或价值取向问题。值得一提的是，考研英语作文的最终目标是考查学生的书面表达能力及实际的语言应用能力，而且作文都是短小的议论文或信函等，由于篇幅有限，因此作文题目不会太偏、太怪、太深。如千年虫、火星移民、新经济等话题被纳入考研英语作文选材范围的可能性极小。因此，考生要关注的是打好语言基本功，熟悉不同文体作文的写作模式及常用的句型、表达方式等。





（4）作文体裁

考研英语的作文考查考生的语言综合应用能力。

·　A节应用文写作要求考生运用所掌握的语言知识完成具体的交际任务。

·　B节短文写作的体裁是以议论文为主，加以描写、说明、叙述等常用写作手法。议论文可以很好地考查学生分析问题、解决问题、判断事物等抽象思维能力以及感知、想象等形象思维能力，还能考查学生灵活运用语言、清晰表达思想等语言能力，而这些能力和实际的交际能力是新世纪高素质人才所必须具备的。

综观历年考题，考研英语写作不论以什么样的命题形式出现，一般都要求考生写“三段式”的作文。

·　A节应用文写作部分要求考生熟悉各种常见文体的格式，在写作步骤上一般可以分三步走：提出写作目的→询问或提供具体的信息→根据具体情形，礼貌地表示感谢、歉意，或提出希望等。

·　B节短文写作部分的内容一般分为三层意思：现状→原因或结果→个人的观点或建议。

3）作文内容及形式的变化

从这十几年来的考研英语试卷可以发现，自从1991年增加“作文”这一题型以来，考研英语作文无论是内容上，还是形式上都发生了一些明显的变化。

（1）作文内容上的变化

从内容上看，考研英语作文发生了一些变化，请看下图的解析：
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（2）作文形式上的变化

从形式上看，考研英语作文也发生了一些明显的变化，请看下图的解析：
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4）命题趋势分析

通过对历年作文题目的观察和研究，我们发现大作文命题具有以下几个特征，这些特征可以看作是命题过程中暗藏的潜规则，也在很大程度上预示着未来命题的趋势：

（1）考题集中于大型宏观话题。

历年考试主要涉及一些宏观话题，考生要以小见大，从图片细节中提炼升华出大型宏观主题加以议论，分析原因、利弊并得出建议。命题中的图片和图表往往是单个或局部情况，但如果仅仅局限于讨论个别现象，分析就没有了深度，因此考生往往要追溯到总体情况。即使2006年考题图画中有英国球星Beckham的发型，也要升华到对普遍的偶像崇拜（idol worship）现象的评价，而非仅仅针对Beckham个人。2007年考题也是如此，表面看来是足球场上的个别现象，实则反映了一种普遍的社会现象。

（2）内容贴近日常生活和简单社会常识。

研究生考试命题要顾及到全国考生的知识水平和不同专业考生的知识共性，不可能考查太专业或太偏的话题。所以内容以个人生活体验为主，如爱心、成长、友谊、养老、健康等等；稍微复杂一点的话题如环保、保护野生动物、文化交流也只需要考生大致地通过常识进行判断、分析和点评，点到为止就可以，关键要在语言的精确度和精彩度上下工夫。大作文写作时间只有30～40分钟，不可能像写论文一样挖掘详细的数据、考证具体年代地点或提出标新立异的思想，此外160～200词的词数限制也只能让考生分析到一般深度。

（3）考生的观点态度要走“主流”路线。

图画作文和图表作文的主旨好像是个谜语，命题人已经把自己的观点倾向浓缩到了图片中，通过图画图表来使主旨模糊化，需要考生在5分钟内审题，进行常识判断并加以破解。主旨往往具有positive的倾向，考生需要在图画寓意中发现哲理或是思考问题的积极解决方案。绝不可能向国外考试那样，学生可以通过脑筋急转弯给出另类的观点。在构思的时候往往要走“主流”路线，才能提供符合命题人思路的正确观点，从而顺利得分。

（4）命题一般不会涉及时事政治或敏感话题。

正是因为日常生活话题容易判断是非，所以考官尽量通过浓缩主旨来让考生进行猜谜。而时事政治话题错综复杂，是非曲直一时难以断定，观点倾向缺乏普遍共识，不适宜作为考题，否则将争议不断，也难为了命题人和阅卷者。敏感的话题还怕冒政治倾向错误的风险，更不会让考生去乱发议论。

（5）命题中的“和谐社会”倾向。

重新审视历年的考题，我们发现围绕着时代背景和主流思想，考研作文已经逐渐形成了以“和谐社会”为核心的命题思路，而这个总体话题又可以分成三个不同的层次：

个体和谐发展：自信的重要性、节俭与浪费、如何看待成功、梦想与现实、抄袭（plagiarism）与诚信、高分低能现象、职业选择和规划等；

个人与他人及社会的和谐共处：个性与团队合作、如何看待竞争、网络的利弊、伪劣商品问题（fake commodities）、乱收费问题、如何看待中国传统节日和西方节日等；

人类与自然环境的和谐：私家车的利弊（噪音和空气污染、交通阻塞）、环境污染（空气、水、噪音、土壤、人类食品）、乱砍滥伐问题、人类对历史古迹的破坏及保护等。

考研英语大纲对考生的要求以及出题的难度在逐渐增加。因此，考生在考前应该充分注意打好语言基础，提高自己的英语思维能力、书面表达能力及组织文章整体框架的能力，并认真研究历年真题，了解作文的出题形式、命题思路、评分标准等，掌握不同文体作文的写作规律、方法及技巧，再加上大量模拟练习，以提高写作水平，在考试中取得理想成绩。

二、短文写作题型分析

英语作文从文体上来划分，有叙述文（Narrative Composition）、描写文（Descriptive Composition）、说明文（Expositive Composition）和议论文（Argumentative Composition）四种。考研英语作文短文写作部分主要采用的是议论文和说明文这两种文体。而按照考试大纲的要求，考生还要能写应用文。

从题型上来看，考研英语作文主要有六种题型，即“命题式作文”、“段首句式作文”、“图表式作文”、“图画式作文”、“情景式作文”以及“应用文写作”。通过前文对考研英语作文命题趋势的分析可知，在这六种作文题型中，应用文写作部分是2005年开始新增加的；“图画式作文”和“图表式作文”代表着近年考研作文B节的出题趋势。在本章中将按照大纲A节、B节的划分来一一探讨这几种作文的写作。

1　A节应用文写作

应用文一般都是出于某一特定、具体的目的而写的，在正确表达自己的想法时，要遵循“五个C"的原则：


简洁（Concise）：
 语句简洁，语言朴实，开门见山，尽快传达重要信息；


清楚（Clear）：
 条理清楚，逻辑严密，意图明确，不含糊其词；


正确（Correct）：
 语法、句法和标点正确，事实、数字、日期等信息准确无误；


礼貌（Courteous）：
 应用文，尤其是书信，是社会交往的书面形式，必须尊重交际规则，尤其是礼貌的原则；


完整（Complete）：
 全面表达自己的意思，尽可能完整地提供读者需要了解的所有情况。

应用文的种类较为复杂，包括书信、便笺、请柬、备忘录、摘要及通知等。一般来说，在考研英语作文中，从考试时间的限制、文章的长度和内容的要求上来判断，最可能考查的就是英文书信。便笺是书信的简化形式，一般篇幅较短，在写作上可以借鉴各类书信的写法；备忘录和报告等则多用于公务或商务工作中，一般篇幅较长，与学生的生活相去较远。除英文书信外，写摘要也是考生在日后的工作和学习中所必须具备的能力，因此，考生必须熟悉和掌握这两种应用文的写作。

1）英文书信的写作

书信大致可分为两类：一类是私人信函，另一类是公务信函。私人信函属非正式文体，而公务信函无论在格式上，还是在语言上都较为正式。下面谈谈英文书信的基本格式。

一封完整的英文信函通常由六个部分组成，即信头、信内地址、称呼／称谓、正文、结束问候语及签名。现结合下图分别予以介绍。
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A．信头（Heading）

信头包括写信人的地址以及写信日期。地址的写法由小到大，写信日期放在地址下面。信头通常写在信纸的右上角。

B．信内地址（Address）

信内地址指的是收信人的地址，包括收信人的姓名和地址，位置在信纸左边，约在日期下二、三行。一般社交信可省略此部分，但在商业和官方正式信函中必须把收信人的姓名和地址写在第一页信纸上。

C．称呼／称谓（Salutation）

通常放在信内地址下方隔一行或两行，其左边与信内地址第一行对齐。称呼通常有以下几种写法：

■私人信函中的称呼较为随便，通常以名（first name）相称，而正式信件中必须以姓（surname）相称，如Dear Prof./Mr./Miss/Mrs. ________。若收信人为女性且不知其婚否，则称Dear Ms. ________。

■称呼后的标点符号一般用逗号，按美国人的习惯也可以使用冒号。

■不明确收信人性别时，可用Dear Sir/Madam或Dear Gentleman/Lady。

■不明确收信人时，可用To whom it may concern。

■称呼相同职业的收信人时，可用Dear colleague。

D．正文（The Body）

正文在称呼下面一行或两行处开始写。正文要简明扼要，语气要自然诚恳，段落要清楚。

E．结束问候语（The Complementary Close）

结束问候语是写信人对收信人的谦称，通常低于正文部分两行或三行，从信纸的中间靠右开始写起，第一个词的首字母要大写，结尾加逗号。私人信函的问候语通常有：Affectionately, Love, Yours等。正式信函的问候语通常有：Yours truly, Yours sincerely, Sincerely yours, Truly yours, Respectfully yours, Yours respectfully等。

F．签名（Signature）

签名即写信人的署名，写在结束问候语下方，用手写或打印。若是正式信函，除打印的签名外，还要在姓名上方加上亲笔签名。





书信写作是常见的功能性写作，主要包括申请信（包括求职申请信、求学申请信和作为访问学者的申请信等）、推荐信、订购信、倡议书和投诉信等。本节主要介绍申请信、投诉信、感谢信和道歉信的写法，其他类型信件的写法可以以此为参考或参照模拟题部分的例子。

（1）申请信


A．申请信的写法


写申请信的目的是向对方展示自己的才能和特长，以使对方对申请人的工作、学习、爱好等有个大致的了解。申请信的内容主要包括：

■开头段落。直接说明写信的目的或申请的原因，获得信息的来源，对所求职业或所申请学校、专业、教授的认识及自己的打算等。

■主体部分。重点介绍自己的背景情况，包括受教育程度、工作经历、学术成就、兴趣爱好及个人特长等。如果是求职申请信，可把工作经历放在首位介绍，突出自己的能力、所从事过的工作及所取得的成绩；如果是求学申请信，则要把重点放在受教育程度上。在介绍个人情况时，既不能过于谦虚，又不能夸大其词、弄虚作假。总之，要使自己介绍的情况引起对方的兴趣和注意。

■结尾部分。主要表达自己的愿望，如希望获得面试机会，或请求对方提供相关资料等。结尾要显得自信、坚定。

Student Right

Who knows better than the students themselves what a university should do for them and how they should be treated? Yet how often do students have any say at all in such important issues as faculty selection, curriculum planning, and scheduling? The answer is obvious: never. If university administrations refuse to include student representatives in the decision-making process, something drastic must be done.


Let's examine what is happening right here on our own campus in the areas mentioned above. The first major issue is the selection of faculty members.
 Never in the history of this college has a student been permitted to interview, examine the credentials of, or even meet prospective professors. All hiring is done by a joint administrative-faculty committee, often made up of people who will not even have extensive dealings with the individuals after they begin teaching. Those who have the most at stake and whose lives and academic careers will be governed by the professors—the students themselves—never even meet the new teachers until the first class meeting. No one is better equipped to evaluate a professor's ability to communicate with students than those who he or she intends to teach.
 Anyone can read a curriculum vita to ascertain the level of professional training and experience someone has had, but the best judges of a teacher's ability to teach, which is the primary function of any professor, are undoubtedly the students themselves.


Students' interests in and commitment to appropriate curricula are even more obvious.
 We have come to college with very specific purpose in mind: to prepare ourselves intellectually and practically for the future. We know what we need to learn in order to compete successfully with others in our chosen fields. Why should we be kept out of the curriculum planning process? If we pay for the textbooks, spend hours in the library doing research, and burn the midnight oil studying for tests and exams, why are we not permitted to give our opinions about the materials we will spend so many hours studying? It is imperative that our views be made known to curriculum planners.



Finally, the area of scheduling is of vital interest to students.
 The hours at which classes are offered affect the workings of our daily lives. Many of us must juggle work and class schedules, but often administrators ignore such problems when they schedule classes. Schedules must be convenient and flexible so that all students have equal opportunities to take the most popular classes and those which are most essential to their majors. If students helped with scheduling, never would there be two required courses offered at the same time for only one semester per academic year. Never would we have to wait two or three semesters to take a course that is a prerequisite for another desired course, nor would we have to race across campus in ten minutes to get from one class to the next. Students are vitally concerned with the scheduling area.


Why should students today be afraid to voice their opinions about the very important issues that affect their very lives? It is imperative that students act to protect their own rights.
 Fellow university students, I urge that you meet together and draw up demands to be presented to the administration. We must take the future in our own hands, not be led to it like passive sheep. Let us act now so that we will not be sorry later!

Students had the right to be involved in university administrative decisions. They should be included in decisions regarding selection of faculty, curriculum planning, and scheduling of classes. Students not only had more vital interests in the decisions made in these areas than those who traditionally settle the issues, but that they were also better equipped through their experiences as students to make intelligent decisions about them. It was crucial for students to become actively involved in protesting unilateral administrative decisions and they should meet to discuss their mutual interests and demands.

2　B节短文写作

1）图画式作文

“图画式作文”和后面将要介绍的“图表式作文”一样，相对于其他作文题型而言在题目设计上更具灵活性，以图画或图表的形式对作文的主题和内容进行限定，给考生更大的思维空间，可以更好地测试出考生对图画或图表的观察、分析和概括能力，以及文字表达能力。

相对于“命题式作文”和“段首句式作文”来说，“图画（表）式作文”的难度较大。因为在图画（表）式作文题型中，考生面对的除了文字说明外，还有图画（表）和数据。此外，考生还要对所给的数据进行分析，正确理解图画（表）中所包含的各种信息，以及这些信息之间的关系，然后再进行归纳和总结。因此，对广大考生来说，图画（表）式作文不失为一种更高层次上的考查方式。





（1）命题特点

图画式作文通常是给出一幅或几幅漫画或图片，要求考生仔细分析图画的内容，并通过文字形式将图中所包含的思想内容准确地表达出来。一般来说，所给图画均反映一定的社会现象或社会现实。

图画式作文的考试内容和信息是以图画的形式出现在考生面前，这就要求考生在写作时要有敏锐的观察力，利用图画中的所有信息，揣摩、推测出题者的意图，确定图画所表达的中心思想。





（2）写作技巧

图画式作文写作的关键是要清楚题意，即清楚所给图画想要传达的真正信息是什么，理解图画的表层含义及深层含义，然后将其清楚、正确地表达出来。

A．认真审题

对于任何形式的作文来说，审题都是最为关键的一步。在审题时，考生要认真分析图画所反映的内容以及出题者的意图，分析图画的表层含义和深层含义，通过表层含义分析图画真正想要说明的问题是什么，从而挖掘出其深层含义以确定文章的中心思想。

B．确定写作重点

审题之后，根据分析的结果组织安排段落，确定每一个段落的主题和写作重点，然后根据题目要求进行选材，并对所选材料再进行筛选和分类。

C．确定写作模式

确定写作模式实际上就是按照题目要求确定文章的整体结构。图画式作文的一般写作模式是：

图表式作文与议论文和说明文的写作手法大致相同。其命题特点是给出一个或几个图表或表格，通过一组或几组数据反映一种问题、现象或发展变化的趋势。图表式作文要求考生仔细分析图表中的各种数据，将图表反映出来的信息以文字形式准确地表达出来。

图表式作文同图画式作文一样，在最近几年比较盛行，尤其是在考研英语作文中。它要求考生在所给时间内，对所给图表进行分析、归纳、总结，然后用简洁、生动、准确的语言将图表中所提供的信息完整地表达出来，并对图表中的信息作出自己的评论。

（2）写作技巧

A．理解图表信息

充分利用图表中所提供的信息，认真分析这些信息和图表中的数据，把握图表中的文字说明，找出出题者想要通过图表反映出的信息、现象或问题，从而确定图表所要表达的主题和内容。

B．概括说明图表信息

在掌握图表中全部信息的基础上，对图表中的数据进行仔细分析、比较和归纳，选出最具有代表性的数据，进行概括性的描述或说明，并由此得出结论。注意分析数据时要从横向和纵向两个方向进行，注意图表中的极点，如最大值和最小值、最高值和最低值等。

C．解释、说明、论证

对图表中的数据所反映出来的问题或现象进行解释、说明或论证，并适当引用图表中的数据进行说明。

D．确定写作模式

It can be seen from the two graphs that
 during the period of time from 1800 to 1990, the U.S. population increased rapidly to 250 million, which is 250 times that of 1800. At the same time, the number of wildlife species that became extinct is experiencing a similar trend, rising to 70 in 1900. It's obvious that the rapid growth of the population contributed to the sharp decline of wildlife of the country.


There may be two main reasons for the effect illustrated above. First of all,
 with the increasing growth of human population, spaces once belonging to wild animals are now occupied to meet American people's needs to grow crops and to settle themselves. Therefore, there is less and less space in the U.S. for wildlife. In addition,
 deforestation, overgrazing, pollution of rivers, lakes and atmosphere disturb the balance of ecological system for wild animals, which drove many wild animals to fend for themselves in unfamiliar environments and die out as they can't adapt themselves to the new situation.


From the above discussion, we should realize that
 effective measures should be taken to protect wildlife species. For one thing,
 the increasing growth of American population should be brought under control. For another,
 the U.S. government is supposed to create a better environment for wildlife to coexist harmoniously with the human beings.





3）命题式作文

命题式作文也叫“提纲式作文”，即给出明确的作文题目和英文的提纲，要求考生根据题目和提纲要求，用恰当的文体写出符合要求的文章。全国大学英语四、六级考试大多采用这种题型，在其他英语考试中，这种题型也是占出题比例较高的一种。





（1）命题特点

命题式作文通常是以三段的形式给出，也称“三段式作文”。提纲可以是短语，也可以是句子。有时也给出第一段的段首句。1991至1996年考试均采用这种出题形式。





（2）写作技巧

命题式作文虽然给出了提纲，考生还是常常感到有很大的难度。一是考生不知如何用流利的英文表达自己的思想，二是找不到具有足够说服力的论据来论证文章的主题思想。对于这种题型的作文题目，考生在写作时主要要注意以下几个方面：

A．注意认真审题，确定整篇文章及每个段落的中心思想。考生在审题时要特别注意对题目和提纲的理解。提纲虽然不是以完整的句子形式给出，但它涵盖了整篇文章以及各个段落的主要内容，因此，对题目和提纲进行认真研究是写好命题式作文的关键所在。

B．找出每一层提纲的关键词语，并将提纲要点扩展成一个完整的句子，将其作为该段落的主题句，实现从提纲要点到主题句的转换。

C．确定每个段落中用于论证主题思想的内容以及段落展开的方法。

D．注意文章在思想内容上的一致性和整体结构上的连贯性，使用适当的连接手段。

段首句式作文也是常见的一种命题形式，其命题特点是，除提供作文题目与提纲外，还提供每一段的段首句。它要求考生不仅要根据所给题目，同时还要围绕各段段首句展开写作。段首句式作文实际上也是命题作文的一种，它一般由三个段落组成，而且每一个段落都是主体段结构。下面是段首句式作文的一个例子：

C．紧扣段首句，按照段首句的思路展开段落。展开的内容要能够很好地说明和论证段首句，所有与段首句无关的内容不能包括进去。

D．使用适当的过渡手段实现句子之间及段落之间的过渡。

5）情景式作文

（1）命题特点

情景式作文从命题上来说有以下几个特点：

A．作文的出题形式可以是英文，也可以是中文；

B．有的情景给出了时间、地点和人物，有的要求对某一现象发表看法，有的要求叙述或描写一个具体的事件；

C．情景式作文可以是议论文或说明文，也可以是叙述文。

（2）写作技巧

写情景式作文时，首先要认真审题。根据所给情景确定文章的中心思想，明确在文章中要表达什么思想内容，在此基础上要注意严格按照所规定的情景来展开文章。此外，写情景式作文时，还要注意文章的段落结构，确定每一段的核心思想，并看这些思想是否围绕同一主题而展开。

情景式作文不像命题式作文或段首句式作文那样有清楚的层次感。文章需要写几段，每段的中心内容是什么，如何展开段落等都需要考生自己去安排。因此，情景式作文在难度上比前两种要大。但前面讲过，考研作文的写作模式一般为三段式，因此，考生在写情景式作文时也可以套用下面的三段式模式来组织、安排文章。

A．引言（Introduction）

在引言部分用自己的话将题目中的两种不同观点或某种现象再复述一遍。

B．正文（Body）

在正文部分提出自己的观点和看法，或对上述现象进行分析或说明，论证过程可以从正面进行，也可以从反面进行，或从正反两方面同时进行。

正文部分应该是整篇文章的主体，也是最重要的部分。

C．结尾（Conclusion/Ending）

结尾部分总结或归纳一下文章的主题，并表明自己的立场和观点。

三、短文写作模式

鉴于B节短文写作部分题型较复杂，考生把握起来更加困难，本章将进一步分析这一部分作文的写作模式。虽然硕士研究生入学考试英语作文部分有着严格的命题要求，题材范围非常广泛，而且自采用图表（画）式作文后，提纲要求也产生了一些变化，但是，通过认真分析和研究历年试题可以发现，不管作文的命题形式如何变化，提纲要求如何变化，总的命题思路并没有发生重大变化。从这一点出发，我们就可以从中找到一些规律，并按照这些规律，摸索出考研英语作文（议论文写作部分）的写作模式。有了这些写作模式，再加上熟悉和掌握一些相应的常用句型，考生就能够提高作文得分。

英语作文（应用文除外，下同）大多可以采用“三段式”模式，具体可描述为：

开始段：引言句＋扩展句＋主旨句

中间段：主题句＋过渡词1＋要点1＋论据1

＋过渡词3＋要点2＋论据2

＋过渡词3＋要点3＋论据3

结束段：过渡词＋总结句＋扩展句

这一基本模式可以根据不同的题目内容和命题方式演化为下面这些具体的考研英语作文的写作模式，如：

开始段：谈某一个问题

中间段：分析原因或可能产生的后果

结束段：提出解决方案或建议

1　现象解释模式

这一模式主要适用于对某种社会或自然现象、热点问题出现的原因进行解释的写作。如关于希望工程、文化的融合、子女教育问题、赡养老人问题、偶像崇拜问题、自信问题、互相帮助问题、互联网问题等试题都可以按照这一模式来写。其他可套用这一写作模式的话题还有：出国留学热、考各种证书热、盗版、生态恶化、环境污染等。

现象解释模式可以具体描述为：开始段介绍现象的普及程度。中间段解释产生这种现象的原因或意义。解释原因可以从社会和个人两个方面入手；若是谈这种现象的意义，也可着重谈其与社会及个人的关系。结束段表明态度或提出建议。

四、短文写作中的常见错误和应对策略

1　常见错误

作文部分是考研英语试卷中最难的主观题，也是考生得分率较低的题型。从历年考试来看，考生在写作部分大量失分的原因是考生在写作中存在一些具有代表性的普遍问题。以下是一些从考生作文中摘抄下来的例子。

（1）Today, students who take part in social practice become more and more.

（2）Light will be more powerful when the circumstances is more dark.

（3）As a university student, we can study hard science knowledge.

（4）In remote country, some children can't go to school because no money.

（5）If we help others without thinking whether others need, it perhaps decrease other's confidence.

（6）I think the best way to show love is our suitable help when others are facing with difficulty and need our helps.

（7）In the picture below, in the dark full situation, a little of spark enlightens the dark.

（8）We offer love, more important, we need love.

（9）But for my roommates' help I couldn't live up not only in physics but also in spirits.

（10）Let's hold our hands to build our country filled in love hearts.

上面的例子代表了考研作文中存在的一些普遍问题。这些问题概括起来主要表现在以下几个方面：

■审题不清，致使文章内容偏离主题。如在2002年考试中，有些考生将作文的主题定位为“中国的民族服装为何受西方人喜爱”，偏离了“文化融合”这一主题。我们知道，依据作文的评分原则，若文章内容不切题，则不管语言如何规范、用词如何准确，都会被判为零分。

■内容空洞，言之无物，东拉西扯，无明显主题。

■汉语思维，逐字翻译，中式英语。很多考生在写英语作文时，习惯于先用汉语进行构思，然后再将汉语译成英语。结果文章中出现很多中式英语，令人难以理解。大家最熟悉的一个典型例子是：Good good study, day day up（好好学习，天天向上）。

■词汇量小，用词不准确，词不达意。如do some contribution中的do就属于用词不准确，应该用make。

■语法错误较多，主要表现为主谓不一致，第三人称单数不加s，以及时态语态、名词单复数、句子完整性方面的错误。这些错误在考生看来可能无关紧要，但直接影响着作文的整体质量。

■句子单调，句型单一，句式缺少变化。

■不会使用起承上启下作用的过渡词语，文章缺乏连贯性。

总之，一篇优秀的英语作文在内容和语言两方面应是一个统一体，任何一方面的欠缺都会直接影响到作文的质量。然而，很多考生在写作中或者由于粗心大意，或者由于基本功不扎实而经常出现一些语法、词汇、逻辑、语篇等方面的错误。这些错误如果得不到及时的解决，将直接影响作文得高分。下面对这几方面的错误分别予以分析和说明。





1）词汇错误

词汇方面的错误主要表现在拼写不正确、词形相近而词义不同的词的混用、名词单复数不清、搭配不当等。

（1）拼写错误

拼写是考生应该具备的起码的基本功，但在考生的作文中却经常能发现很多拼写错误。拼写错误虽然未被列入扣分标准，但大量拼写错误的存在不仅体现出语言基本功差，同时也直接影响内容的表达。以下例子中，划线部分为拼写不正确的单词。从中可以看出，有些拼写错误影响了整个句子的意思。

（2）近形异义词（短语）混用

英语中有很多单词（短语）词形非常相似，但词义却相差甚远，使用起来往往容易混淆。这是考研英语作文中另一词汇方面的常见错误。这些词（短语）的混用或误用经常会引起歧义，有时甚至会产生相反的意思。如contribute to（有助于）和attribute to（归因于）意思就完全相反，但考生常将两者混淆；其他容易混淆的词还有：

confirm（确认）——conform（使……适合）

economic（经济的）——economical（节约的）

courage（勇气）——encourage（鼓励）

transmit（传送）——transform（转换）

liter（升、公升）——litter（乱丢、乱扔）

consist of（由……组成）——consist in（存在于……）

belong to（属于）——belong in（应归入……）





（3）搭配不当

英语中有大量的习惯用语和固定搭配，这些搭配主要有名词、动词、形容词与介词或副词的搭配。有些考生由于对此掌握得不够牢固，经常在这方面出错，从而影响了对作文的理解。

（4）用词不当

许多考生由于词汇量有限，或单词掌握得不够牢固，因此不能正确使用已学过和已经记住的单词，出现用词不当、词不达意等问题。例如：the naive spark, enlighten the dark, a happy home, calm gulf, health knowledge等。





2）语法错误

考生作文中语法方面的错误除了表现在第三人称单数、时态及语态、名词的单复数等方面外，在以下几个方面也有较为普遍的表现。

（1）主谓不一致

写英语句子时要遵循的一个最基本的原则就是主谓一致，否则就犯了不一致错误，例：

（说明：当主语和谓语之间插入了由with, as well as, except, in addition to, along with, together with, as much as, more than, combined with, including等引导的名词词组时，谓语动词仍与主语保持一致。）





（2）串句

英语中两个或两个以上的句子要用适当的标点符号或连词连接起来，或用分号“；”断开；主句和从属句之间要用从属连词连接。但是有些考生在写句子时，不管句子各个部分间的关系如何，一概用逗号连接，或除了句号外不使用任何其他的标点符号或连词，整个句子看上去结构不清、逻辑混乱。这种错误被称为串句错误。串句错误是中国学生常犯的错误。例：

误：Different people have different attitude toward life,
 some are seeking wealth, fame and high position others are after better health and a happy family.

正：Different people have different attitude toward life.
 Some are seeking wealth, fame and high position while others are after better health and a happy family.

（3）破句

破句也称片语，是考生作文中常犯的另一个错误。破句实际上就是非完整句，这样的句子在结构上是不完整的，在语法上也是不正确的。英语中，一个意思和结构都完整的句子至少有主语和谓语两部分，当然祈使句除外。若将句子中的某一部分当作一个句子，就会导致破句错误。例：

误：He failed to pass the examination. Which
 disappointed his parents.

正：He failed to pass the examination. That
 disappointed his parents.

（4）悬浮修饰语

悬浮修饰语是指修饰成分在句子中没有明确的修饰对象。一般情况下，动词的非谓语形式，如动词不定式、现在分词和动名词在句中作状语时，它们所表示的动作，应是主句的主语发出的，否则，这些状语修饰成分就是悬浮修饰成分。例：

误：Looking out of the window, the grassland stretches as far as the eye can reach.

正：Looking out of the window, one
 can see the grassland stretching as far as the eye can reach.






例2


误：To swim properly, a course of instruction is necessary.

正：To swim properly, one
 needs a course of instruction.






例3


误：I had a summer job that year, therefore, enabling me to stay in school for another term.

正：I had a summer job that year, which,
 therefore, enables me to stay in school for another term.






例4


误：Before submitting any written work, careful proofreading must be done.

正：Before submitting any written work, we
 must do careful proofreading.

纠正这类错误有三种方法：首先，对句子的结构做必要的改动，使状语的逻辑主语与句子的主语一致；其次，给状语加上一个适当的逻辑主语，使之成为一个独立结构；最后，将状语改成一个从句。





（5）不平行结构

不平行结构的错误有两种情况，一种是并列连词and, or, but, either...or, neither...nor, not only...but also，以及and...as well所连接的词的词性不一样，或所指的东西不属于同一属性；另一种情况是在比较结构（as...as, more...than）中进行比较的两个事物不属于同一属性。例：

误：The organization had neither broken the rules, nor irresponsible.


正：The organization had neither broken the rules nor acted irresponsibly.







例2


误：The students attending our school are more intelligent than your school.


正：The students attending our school are more intelligent than those attending your school.

3）逻辑关系混乱

有些考生在写作文时容易受汉语语言结构的影响，文章中各种逻辑关系安排得不妥，致使上下文之间逻辑关系混乱不清。


例1　
 Among all the worthy feelings of mankind, love is probably the noblest. Therefore, all of us survive in a love world.


分析　
 第一句话的意思是“爱是人类最高尚的情感”，第二句话的意思是“因此，我们都幸存于爱的世界中”。这两句话之间的因果关系显然不成立，因此，此处属于逻辑关系混乱的错误；此外，第二个句子中，survive一词属用词不当。


例2　
 Any country has its own national costume, and almost all of these costumes are very beautiful. So our cultures went international.


分析　
 上例中第一句和第二句之间没有任何必然关系，更不可能是因果关系。





4）跑题

跑题，即内容偏题。根据考试大纲的规定，考生所写作文必须内容切题、语言规范、结构清楚。扣不准题或是文不对题都会严重影响作文得分。每次考试均有一些考生由于作文跑题而失分。造成跑题的原因主要有以下几点：第一，有些考生在复习阶段将重点放在记住几种考研作文写作模式及相关句型上，缺乏实际的训练和提高，因此在考场上不去认真审题、构思，只是简单地套用一下作文模式和句型，结果把握不住中心论点，作文内容与题目要求相差甚远；第二，有些考生语言表达能力较差，不能清楚地表达自己的思想，而是东扯一句，西扯一句，整篇作文看上去像是将一些毫不相干的句子拼凑在一起，这样的作文显然会文不对题；第三种情况是，一些考生考前背诵了大量的范文，一旦发现考试中的作文题目与自己背过的某篇范文内容相似，则不管提纲要点有何差异，一概照抄照搬。

为避免因跑题而失分，考生在考试时一定要严格认真地审题。有关审题的内容将在后面的章节中进行详细探讨。

2　应对策略

要避免第一节中所述的常见错误，写出高分作文，考生必须具备两个条件：一是扎实的英语语言基础，二是掌握一定的写作技巧。否则，要在短短的几十分钟之内完成两篇优秀作文是不可能的。技巧之一就是要遵循一定的写作步骤，有条不紊地完成作文。

英语写作的步骤一般为：审题、列提纲、动手写文章、修改。由于考研英语写作时间有限，因此不必拘泥于此，可以将其简化为审题、构思、写作和审校四个步骤。

下面首先以B节短文写作为例，分别对这四个步骤进行阐述，以使考生真正清楚在考试中应该做些什么，避免因紧张、思绪混乱等造成的失分。





1）审题

审题也可以称为理解题意，它是整个写作过程中至关重要的第一步。审题不清将直接导致作文跑题。因此，考生在动手写作文之前，一定要认真审题，即认真分析题目中包含的所有信息，判断和猜测命题者的意图，确定可能采用的写作手法，考虑如何将题目要求的中心思想准确无误地表达出来。

在审题时要特别注意题目及提纲中的关键词以及提纲中各个要点之间的逻辑关系。另外，还要审清试卷中所提供的主题句，这有助于准确地确定作文的主题。如果是图表（画）式作文，审题时还要注意审清图表或漫画的内容。在审题时，请一定要清楚以下几点：


·　文章文体。
 弄清题目要求写作的文章文体。根据新的考试大纲的规定，除应用文外，考生还要能写四种文体的作文，即记叙文、描写文、说明文和议论文。从历年考试来看，考研英语作文最常用的文体是议论文。


·　写作话题。
 弄清文章的主题是什么。是解释现象还是分析问题，是比较不同事物还是对比同一事物正反两方面；弄清论证的问题有什么主要依据。


·　时间与词数。
 弄清答题的时间和词数要求，从而合理安排时间。

审题就是确定文章的主题，只有确定了主题，才能保证作文内容切题。如2002年的作文题目是Culture—National and International。根据所给题目，可以确定文章的主题是文化由民族化走向国际化。作文的主要内容是分析说明这一现象的原因。但这次考试中，有些考生没有审清题目，将写作的主要内容定位为中国民族服装的特色，因此造成作文严重跑题。

下面再举一例来说明审题的重要性。比如我们要写一篇题为Electronic Mail的作文，所给提纲及题目要求如下：


Directions:


A. Study the following pictures carefully and write an essay of about 200 words.

B. Your essay should meet the requirements below：

（1）describe the pictures and interpret the meaning conveyed.

（2）give your comments on it.

C. Your essay should be written clearly on ANSWER SHEET 2. (20 points)

通过分析图表（画）及题目要求可以确定，该篇文章的主题是“电子邮件的使用越来越广泛”，文章的主要内容是解释这一现象的原因。

确定文章的主题后，接下来就要确定文章的体裁，只有确定了文章的体裁，才能确定恰当的写作方法。可以看出，这篇作文的体裁应是议论文。

确定文章的体裁后，接下来就可以确定所需要的论据及写作手法。论据是：电子邮件得到广泛的使用应归因于它特有的优势，写作手法可以采用因果分析法。

有了这样清晰的思路和脉络之后，就可以进行下一步构思了。





2）构思

考生在拿到作文题目并经过认真的审题，确定好作文的主题和待写的内容之后，接下来所要做的就是进行构思选材，即确定主题所需要的素材，并对所有可能用得上的材料进行筛选，将与文章主题密切相关的材料保留下来，并按照不同层次的内容要求进行排列，考虑从不同角度对主题加以说明或论证。构思实际上就是理清自己思路的过程。

考生在构思阶段的主要任务是围绕主题进行选材，选择具有代表性的、最有说服力的、能够令人信服的材料。在构思选材阶段，考生可以通过两种方式来确定所可能采用的材料，一种是围绕中心话题“自我提问”，另一种是“列举／归类”。

（1）自我提问

“自我提问”过程可以促进思维的活跃。所提问题可以帮助自己确定要写什么以及不写什么，而将对这些问题的回答组合起来就可以成为一个完整的段落。在这一阶段，考生可以向自己提以下几方面的问题：


"What" questions:


What's the matter?

What's the reason for it?

What's the result of it?

What's the solution?

What's my opinion?

What can I do about it?


"Who" questions:


Who did it?

Who was involved?

Who was affected?

Who do I mention?


"When" questions:


When did this happen?

When did it change?

When did I realize?


"Why" questions:


Why did it happen?

Why did it change?

Why did I do it?

Why do I care?


"How" questions:


How did it happen?

How did it change?

How did it get started?

How can I change the situation?

在实际考试中，考生要根据不同的题目要求选择不同的提问内容并做出不同的回答。下面就“电子邮件”这一中心话题举一个关于“自我提问”的例子。有了这些问题及答案，整篇作文的内容就有了大致的脉络。

（2）列举／归类

在构思阶段，考生可利用的另一种确定作文内容的手段是列举和归类。这种方法有助于考生将混乱的思路理清。“列举／归类”就是将所有与中心话题有关的单词或短语列出来，然后按不同层次将其重新组合，去掉那些不重要的词和短语，而将重要的保留下来，就可以成为一个简单的提纲。下面是就“电子邮件”这一主题进行列举并归类的例子。

3）写作

在进行认真的审题和严密的构思之后，就进入着手写文章的阶段，即整体布局和写作阶段。一般来说，英语作文可按以下三个层面布局：

（1）开始段（引言Introduction）

简单叙述写作的话题，往往是一个问题或一个现象。用较为概括性的语言点明主题，即作者的观点。

（2）中间段（正文Body）

分析现象或问题的起因、结果及解决办法等。段首用主题句，继而通过列举事实、举例、描述细节、引用数据等方式来支持主题句。

（3）结束段（结论Conclusion）

归纳概括或重新说明主题观点，也可根据主题内容提出建议，作出评论、预见，指出具体解决办法等。总之在思想、内容方面要有意识地与前面的部分呼应。

这种布局法也可称为文章的“三段式”模式。文章布局的三个层面即是文章的三个段落。对考研英语作文来说，每一个段落中句子的安排大致如下：

开始段：引言句＋扩展句1＋扩展句2＋（结尾句）

中间段：主题句＋扩展句1＋扩展句2＋扩展句3＋扩展句4＋扩展句5（段落小结）

结束段：过渡词语＋全文概括总结句＋扩展句1＋扩展句2

在进行文章的布局时，考生可以考虑列一个简单的提纲，即将作文的内容具体化。如就“电子邮件”这一主题来讲，我们可以列一个这样的简单提纲：


Electronic Mail


Outline：

Introduction: E-mail has been widely used.

Body:

There may be several reasons for the wide use of e-mail.

A. quick and convenient

B. not very costly: cheaper than long distance call

C. may create friendship

Conclusion: My opinion.

经过上面的审题、构思、布局后，就可以根据“电子邮件”这一中心话题及所给图表（画）和题目要求写出一篇符合要求的作文了。





参考范文

Electronic Mail

As a product of high technology, e-mail has been widely used（引言句）. For instance, it is used in business, academic or government communications（扩展句1）. And as a substitute for private letters or for face-to-face talk, it is also used to exchange feelings or convey messages to each other（扩展句2）. In the picture, we can see two men sitting in front of their computers, talking about having lunch together.

The wide use of e-mail may be due to its unique advantages（主题句）. First of all, people who adore e-mail love to say that it's quick and convenient（扩展句1）. A response can be shot back within seconds, provided that the intended recipient checks it frequently. And the recipient doesn't even have to be at the other end because the message can simply be left for him or her. In addition, this kind of computerized exchange may create friendship（扩展句2）. People who are lazy at writing letters may prefer e-mail. What's more, e-mail is a relatively cheap way to leave a message for someone who is far away（扩展句3）.

Despite the advantages of e-mail, it also has some disadvantages（主题句）. It eliminates face-to-face conversation and makes people feel isolated（扩展句1）. And when we are cut off from our co-workers, our sense of community and common purpose withers（扩展句2）.

In my opinion（过渡词语）, we should be aware that e-mail has both advantages and disadvantages（全文概括总结句）. Therefore, we should make proper use of it instead of falling a victim to it.





4）审校

在考试中，考生由于心理紧张，难免会在作文中出现一些不该出现的问题和错误，这些问题和错误有时会造成不必要的失分。因此，考生不要认为写完整篇作文后就万事大吉了，一定要抽出一点时间进行全面检查。

在检查时，可以侧重以下三个方面：


·　句子层面上的检查。
 主要是看有无单词拼写错误，标点符号、大小写及语法错误等；


·　段落层面上的检查。
 主要检查段落是否完整，段落主题是否突出，段落内部句子间的衔接是否紧凑，表达思想是否清楚，语意是否连贯，段落的展开是否充分等；


·　语篇层面上的检查。
 即对作文的整体检查。主要检查主题是否明确，内容是否切题，观点是否正确，说明论证是否充分、有力，段落间过渡是否自然等。

在检查中如发现任何问题和错误，一定要及时纠正和修改。





同样，应用文的写作步骤首先也是要审题。审题时要注意三个问题，第一是一定要看清这篇作文题的要求，是要写信，还是要写会议记录等。如果是要写信，首先要通过题目了解写信对象是谁，以便决定写信时的语气。然后要对写信的目的作出判断，弄清楚是要咨询信息，还是要表示感谢等。第二是一定要审提纲，要把题目要求中的提纲看清楚，具体都包括哪些要点或信息点。第三是看清答题时间和词数要求，从而合理安排时间。

接下来考生可以根据题目要求，思考所要求的应用文写作的格式，大体上应该有哪几部分，然后按照题目要求中的提纲依次展开，将提纲中涉及的东西全部表达出来。具体的模式在前面已经讲到，这里不再一一赘述。最后的检查同样是必不可少的，除了句子、段落和语篇层面的检查外，还要看看格式方面有没有疏漏。

（87）But is it really the case? The information I've collected over last few years leads me to believe that artistic and cultural projects may be less useful than many governments think. In fact, basic infrastructure projects are playing extremely important role and should be given priority.

这是真的吗？这些年我收集的信息让我相信这些文化、艺术项目并没有许多政府想象的那么重要。事实上，基础设施建设非常重要，应该放在首位。

（88）Those who are in favor of artistic and cultural projects advocate that cultural environment will attract more tourists, which will bring huge profits to local residents. Some people even equate the build of such projects with the improving of economic construction.

那些赞成建设文化艺术项目的人认为文化环境会吸引更多的游客，这将给当地居民带来巨大的利益。一些人甚至把建设文化艺术项目与改善经济结构等同起来。

（89）Unfortunately, there is very few evidence that big companies are willing to invest huge sums of money in a place without sufficient basic projects, such as supplies of electricity and water.

遗憾的是，很少有证据表明大公司愿意把巨额的资金投入到一个连水电这些基础设施都不完善的地方去。

（90）From what has been discussed above, it would be reasonable to believe that basic projects play far more important role than artistic and cultural projects in people's life and economic growth.

通过以上讨论，我们有理由相信在人们的生活和经济发展方面，基础建设项目比艺术文化项目发挥着大得多的作用。

（91）Those urban planners who are blind to this point will pay a heavy price, which they cannot afford.

城市规划者们如果忽视这一点，将会付出无法承受的代价。

（92）There is a growing tendency these days for many people who live in rural areas to come to the cities to work. This problem has caused wide public concern in most cities all over the world.

农民进城打工的势头正在增长，这一问题在世界上大部分城市已引起普遍关注。

（93）An investigation shows that many rural emigrants think that working at cities provide them with not only a higher salary but also the opportunity to learn new skills.

一项调查显示许多农民工认为在城市打工不仅有较高的收入，而且能学到一些新技术。

（94）It must be noted that improvement in agriculture seems unable to catch up with the increase of rural population and there are millions of peasants who still live a miserable life and have to face the dangers of exposure and starvation.

必须指出，农业的发展似乎赶不上农村人口的增加，并且仍有成千上万的农民过着缺衣挨饿的贫寒生活。

（95）Although rural emigrants contribute greatly to the economic growth of the cities, they may inevitably bring about many negative impacts.

尽管农民工对城市的经济发展做出了巨大贡献，然而他们也不可避免地带来了一些负面影响。

（96）Many sociologists point out that rural emigrants are putting pressure on population control and social order, are threatening to take already scarce city jobs, and have worsened traffic and public health problems.

许多社会学家指出，农民工正给人口控制和社会治安带来压力。他们正在威胁着本已萧条的工作市场，并恶化了交通和公共卫生状况。

（97）It is suggested that governments ought to make efforts to reduce the increasing gap between cities and countryside. They ought to set aside an appropriate fund to improve peasants' living standard. Also, they ought to invite some experts in agriculture to share their experiences, knowledge and information with peasants, which will contribute directly to the economic growth of rural areas.

建议政府应当努力减少正在拉大的城乡差距。应该划拨适当的资金提高农民的生活水平，并邀请农业专家向农民介绍他们的经验、知识和信息，这些将直接有助于农村经济的发展。

（98）In conclusion, we must take into account this problem rationally and place more emphases on peasants' lives. Any government that is blind to this point will pay a heavy price.

总之，我们应理智考虑这一问题，重视农民的生活。任何政府忽视这一点都将付出巨大的代价。

（99）Although many experts from universities and institutes consistently maintain that it is an inevitable part of an independent life, parents in growing numbers are starting to realize that people, including teachers and experts in education, should pay considerable attention to this problem.

（100）As for me, it is essential to know, at first, what kind of problems young students would probably encounter on campus.

（101）In addition to the obvious problem—loneliness, another major obstacle, in my opinion, is the alien environment of campus.

（102）Freshmen often get lost on campus, failing to find the way to the dormitory or the library.

新生常常在校园迷路，不知道去宿舍或图书馆该怎么走。

（103）Most important of all, apart from their hometown and parents, students couldn't catch sight of any familiar faces and have to suffer from homesickness, which can cause certain serious mental diseases.

更重要的是，离开了家乡和父母，学生看不到任何熟悉的面孔，不得不忍受思家之苦，这可能会导致严重的精神疾病。

（104）In the first place, schools should provide far more services to help freshmen to get used to the new life as soon as possible.

首先，学校应提供更多的服务，帮助新生尽快适应新的生活。

（105）The senior and junior students could share their own experience about how to overcome the difficulty they have ever met, how to adjust to the new environment with the new students.

高年级学生可以与新生一起分享他们的经历：如何克服遇到的困难，如何适应新的环境。

（106）At the same time, young people should be encouraged to communicate with their peers and develop their interpersonal skills, which may help them greatly to reduce dependence on their parents and are essential in the maintenance of healthy mental condition.

同时，应该鼓励年轻人和他们的同龄人交往，发展他们的交际能力，这将帮助他们极大地减少对父母的依赖并且保持健康的精神状态。

（107）In conclusion, we must lay emphasis on this problem and make our maximum contribution to help them spend their first day on campus smoothly.

总之，我们应重视这个问题，尽最大努力帮助他们平稳度过最初的校园生活。

（108）There is a general discussion over fashion in recent years. One of the questions under debate is whether a person should choose comfortable clothes, which he or she likes, regardless of fashion.

近年来，关于时尚存在着广泛的争论。其中一个问题就是一个人是否应选择他喜欢的舒适的衣服，而不管是否时尚。

（109）This issue is becoming a matter of concern for more and more people, especially for parents and experts in education.

这一问题已被越来越多的人所关注，尤其是父母和教育专家。

（110）Many young people always go into raptures at the merely mention of buying fashion clothes. They seem to be attracted by the colorful material and diversified styles of fashion clothes. In fact, fashion clothes had become an indispensable part of their life.

许多年轻人一提到时尚服装就兴高采烈。他们似乎被时尚服装多彩的面料和各种不同的款式所吸引。事实上，时装已成为他们生活中不可或缺的一部分。

（111）Many people seem to overlook the basic fact: the major function of clothing is to keep us warm and comfortable.

（112）Furthermore, people who addict to fashion clothes have to spend more time going shopping and pay more attention to the impression they make on others. As a result, it is impossible to devote enough time and energy in their study and work.

而且，沉湎于时装的人们不得不花费更多的时间逛商店，更加注意自己给别人的印象。因此，他们不可能有足够的时间用于学习或工作。

（113）No one can doubt the essential fact that the traffic problem over the last years has caused wide public concern all over the world. Experts in increasing numbers are beginning to believe that such situation would produce unfavorable effects on economic growth of local areas.

没有人能否认这一重要事实：最近几年交通问题在全世界受到了普遍关注。越来越多的专家开始相信这种状况将对当地的经济发展产生不利影响。

（114）There are several reasons for this problem. One of the main reasons is that the number of vehicles is increasing much more rapidly than the building of roads. Another primary reason is that there seem to be too many private cars and not enough public buses.

这个问题是由多种原因引起的。一个主要原因是车辆增加的数量远快于道路的建设。另一个主要原因是私家车过多而公交车不够。

（115）Meanwhile, the numbers of people, who have access to their own cars, have risen sharply in the recent years.

（116）Moreover, many people, including drivers and cyclists, do not obey the traffic rules properly, especially at busy intersections. And this undoubtedly worsens the already grave situation.

（117）The number of private cars in urban areas should be limited while the number of public buses should be increased.

（118）When asked what kind of school they are willing to send their children to attend, many parents say they would choose a boarding school rather than a day school for their children.

（119）Many surveys show that people in increasing numbers are beginning to recognize that boarding schools provide better environment and facilities for children.

（120）At the same time, there are still many people who live under the traditional ideas that day schools play an extremely important role in children's study.

同时，仍有许多人持传统观点，认为全日制学校对孩子的学习发挥着极其重要的作用。

（121）On the one hand, it is indisputable that boarding schools are exerting a growing important effect, especially in the last few years.

一方面，寄宿学校正在发挥越来越重要的作用，尤其是最近几年，这是无可争辩的。

（122）Students who leave their parents to attend a boarding school would cultivate their independence.

离开父母上寄宿学校的学生将会培养他们的独立性。

（123）What's more, living in school can save them a great deal of time on the way between home and school everyday, so they would be able to concentrate more time and energy on their academic work.

而且，生活在学校里能节省大量每天往返于学校和家的时间，这会使他们有更多的时间和精力放在学习上。

（124）On the other hand, the contribution of day schools can't be ignored.

（125）Due to high tuition fee, most of ordinary families cannot afford to send their children to boarding schools.

（126）Since it is unnecessary to consider student's routine life, day school can lay stress on teaching instead of other aspects, such as management of dormitory and cafeteria.

（127）Furthermore, students living in their own homes would live a more comfortable life and have more opportunities to communicate with their parents, which have beneficial impact on the development of their personal character.

（128）From what has been discussed above, we may draw the conclusion that both day schools and boarding schools are important to train young students for our society.

（129）There is much discussion over science and technology. One of the questions under debate is whether traditional technology and methods are bound to die out when a country begins to develop modern science and technology.

（135）From what has been discussed above, I firmly believe that time will prove that traditional technology and methods would die out with the development of modern science and technology. The maintenance of the traditional technology and methods is futile.

（136）At the time when technology means ever more harmful gas in the air we breathe, we need these forests now more than ever.

（137）Nothing is more important than to receive education.

没有比接受教育更重要的事。

（138）We cannot emphasize the importance of protecting our eyes too much.

我们再怎么强调保护眼睛的重要性也不为过。

（139）There is no denying that the qualities of our living have gone from bad to worse.

无可否认，我们的生活品质已经每况愈下。

（140）It is universally acknowledged that trees are indispensable to us.

全世界都知道树木对我们是不可或缺的。

（141）There is no doubt that our educational system leaves something to be desired.

毫无疑问，我们的教育制度不尽如人意。

（142）An advantage of using the solar energy is that it won't create any pollution.

（143）The reason why we have to grow trees is that they can supply fresh air for us.

（144）So precious is time that we can't afford to waste it.

（145）Rich as our country is, the qualities of our living are by no means satisfactory.

（149）By taking physical exercise, we can always stay healthy.

（150）Listening to music enables us to feel relaxed.

（151）On no account can we ignore the value of knowledge.

（152）It is time the authorities concerned took proper steps to solve the traffic problems.

（153）Those who violate traffic regulations should be punished.

（154）There is no one but longs to go to college.

（155）Since the examination is around the corner, I am forced to give up doing sports.

（162）The condition of our traffic leaves much to be desired.

（163）Smoking has a great influence on our health.

（164）Reading does good to our mind.

（165）Overwork does harm to health.

过度工作对健康有害。

（166）Pollution poses a great threat to our existence.

污染对我们的生存造成了巨大的威胁。

（167）We should do our best to achieve our goal in life.

我们应尽全力去实现我们的人生目标。

（168）Whether a large family is a good thing or not is a very popular topic, which is often talked about not only by city residents but by farmers as well.

家庭人口多好还是家庭人口少好是一个很常见的主题，不仅是城里人，农民也经常讨论这个问题。

（169）As is known to all, fake and inferior commodities harm the interests of consumers.
