So Firouz goes to his father. King Sabur is very happy to see him. 'Take word to the prison,' he tells one of his men. 'The Indian can go.'



But the old Indian hears about Prince Firouz and the Princess of Bengal, and he goes to the palace in the country.



'I come from Prince Firouz,' he tells the princess. 'We must fly now to King Sabur's palace on the wooden horse.'



The princess gets up happily behind the Indian. But they fly away to Kashmir, because the King there wants a wife. 'Perhaps I can give this woman to the King of Kashmir for lots of money!' thinks the old man.



The horse lands near the King's palace, and the Indian and the princess get off.



'Help!' she cries at once.



The King of Kashmir arrives on a white horse. He's hunting with his friends and the Indian doesn't know him.



'Who are you?' the King asks. 'And who's this woman?' 'I'm an old man from India and she's my young wife,' comes the answer.



'That's not true,' cries the princess, and she quickly tells the King everything.



'Right,' says the King and at once he cuts off the old Indian's head with his sword.
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Then he takes the wooden horse and the princess back home to his palace.



'Marry me!' he cries once they are there.



What can the princess do? She begins to cry and laugh, and to say crazy things.



'She's crazy!' thinks the King of Kashmir. 'I can't marry a crazy woman. I must find a cure for her.'



Many doctors come and give medicine to the princess, but she stays crazy.



In Persia, Prince Firouz hears about the crazy Princess of Bengal, and her black wooden horse in the palace in Kashmir. He puts on doctor's clothes and goes there at once.



'I'm a Persian doctor. I can cure the princess,' he tells the King, 'So bring her here. And the black wooden horse is making her crazy, so I need that, too.'

Spare
 me, my husband.'

'I spare you happily!' says Shahriyar. 'Because you're a good mother and wife, and a wonderful teller of stories – and because I love and trust you, too, Sheherazade. Your cure works: I'm angry with women no longer! I can forgive
 them. I thank you for that.'

Later, Shahriyar gives the good news
 to his Vizier, Sheherazade's father, and the Vizier happily tells everyone in the country.

When Shahzaman hears the news, he visits his brother at once. He meets Sheherazade's sister, Dunyazid, on this visit, and he marries her soon after that.

So Shahriyar and Sheherazade, and Shahzaman and Dunyazid, live happily for many years. And they have many tall sons and beautiful daughters between them.
