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前言

Preface

听力测试一直是四级英语考试的必考题型，目前其分值占总分的35%，由此可见其重要性，可以说听力测试考分的高低在一定程度上决定了四级考试的成败。与写作、阅读等题型相比，听力测试有其特殊性：在规定时间内要求考生记忆大量的信息，并从中筛选出与试题匹配的有用信息，之后通过逻辑判断选出或写出答案，这对很多的考生来说有难度，也注定了听力很容易成为考生的弱项所在。对考生来说，提高听力水平没有任何捷径可走，只有通过不断地练习以此来强化听音敏感性和准确度。本书即是为四级考生量身打造的听力强化训练习题集，全书主要分为三个部分：

一、听力攻略

2013年8月四、六级考试改革后，听力测试部分将原有的复合式听写改为单词及词组听写，其他题型未做调整。整体上，听力测试部分的难度及考查形式变动不大，考生不必担心。本书在“听力攻略”这一部分对四级听力测试的题型做了深入解读：介绍了最新听力测试概况，剖析了听力测试各题型的常考命题，给出了实用的解题技巧，指出了听力易错内容等，力求帮助考生全面了解四级听力测试。

二、综合强化

编者在精研最新的听力测试真题后，结合考试大纲对考生听力考核的要求，精心命制了15套强化训练题。这些试题从选材类型、难易度到设题形式都符合大纲命题要求，力求高度模拟真题。在试题解析中，本书提供了答案速查及必要的听力原文和答案解析。通过15套试题的强化训练，相信考生能在答案准确性、答题速度、听音敏感性和解题技巧上都有显著的提高。另外，四、六级考试改革后，虽然听力难度变动不大，但考试流程的调整导致很多考生因为不能完成听力答题卡的填写而最终考试失利，为此，我们在配套光盘中，特别增加了这15套题的听力答题卡，建议有需要的考生自行打印出来在做题时同步使用，为实考做好准备。


三、单项强化

本书特别增加了单项强化这一部分，旨在帮助一些需要单独强化对话、短文理解或是短文听写的考生，帮助考生攻克自身弱项，提高整体水平。

除以上内容外，本书附录还收录了常用四级词组、常用对话表达和常用地名表
 ，希望能够对考生起到一定的帮助。

全书配套音频由专业外教朗读，发音清晰、地道，语速标准；全部录音配套同步字幕，音频录音和实考流程完全一致，因此，本书是考生备考四级听力考试的最佳资料。

当然，要提高英语听力水平，除了大量的练习外，考生更要有扎实的基本功，包括词汇、语法等，这就需要考生在平日对英语学习给予足够的重视，多多积累。除此之外，在进行听力测试时，考生应该保持良好的心态，这样才能够取得满意的成绩。

由于时间仓促，本书错误之处在所难免，如有不妥之处，还请各位读者指正，以便我们不断改善。

第一部分

听力攻略


第一节

Section One


题型解读

1　题型介绍

听力理解部分旨在测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料采用标准的英式或美式英语朗读，语速约为每分钟130词。2013年8月14日，全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会对外发布了自2013年12月起大学英语四级考试的试卷结构和测试题型作局部调整的消息。调整后，四级听力理解部分分值比例为35%，各题型的测试内容、测试题型、分值比例和考试时间如下表所示：
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对话部分（Listening Conversations）共15题，包括短对话和长对话，均采用选择题的形式进行考核。短对话约有7-8段，每段为一轮对话和一个问题；长对话有两段，每段为5-8轮对话和3-4个问题。每段对话均朗读一遍，每个问题后留有13-15秒的答题时间。

短文部分包括短文理解（Listening Passages）和短文听写（Dictation）。短文理解有3篇，每篇长度平均为240词，朗读一遍，每篇3-4题，共10题，每个问题后留有13-15秒的答题时间；短文听写测试考生在不同层面上（从词汇到语篇层面）的听力理解能力，这部分测试采用一篇220-250词的短文，并空出10个单词和词组，全文朗读三遍。与此同时，要求考生根据听到的内容填写所缺信息，所缺部分必须用原文填写。

2　考核要求

听力理解部分考核学生获取口头信息的能力，包括理解主旨大意、重要事实和细节、隐含意义，判断话语的交际功能、说话人的观点、态度等。听力理解部分考核的技能是：


1）理解中心思想和重要细节


① 理解中心思想

② 听懂重要的或特定的细节

③ 判断说话人的观点、态度等


2）理解隐含的意思


④ 推测隐含的意义

⑤ 判断话语的交际功能


3）借助语言特征理解听力材料


⑥ 辨别语音特征，如从连续的话语中辨别语音、理解重音和语音语调等

⑦ 理解句间关系，如比较、原因、结果、程度、目的等

大学英语四级考试听力理解部分要求考生达到《教学要求》中的一般要求，即“能听懂英语授课，能听懂日常英语谈话和一般性题材讲座，能基本听懂慢速英语节目，语速为每分钟130词左右，能掌握其中心大意，抓住要点。能运用基本的听力技巧帮助理解。”


第二节

Section Two


命题分析

1　短对话

短对话通常是一男一女两人对话，要求考生听完对话后，就对话内容提出的问题做出正确的选择和判断。短对话录音只播放一遍。每段对话长度在40词左右，通常只有一个回合的对话；对话一般为日常生活常见的话题，难度不大。短对话设题主要集中在以下几个方面：


1）事实题


此类命题考查的是根据谈话一方或双方所言可直接获得的或间接判断出的事实、目的、原因和结果，主要考查考生对于对话理解和判断。常见的问题如下：

What does the man/woman mean?

What does the man/woman imply?

What can we learn from the man/woman/conversation?

What can be inferred from the conversation?

What happened to the man/woman?


2）观点题


此类命题考查的是根据谈话一方或双方的语调、语气以及谈话内容，判断出说话者对某人、某事或某物的看法或态度。常见的问题如下：

What does the man/woman mean/imply?

What can we learn from the conversation?

What's the man's/woman's opinion about...?

What does the man/woman say about...?


3）大意题


此类命题考查的是考生对整个对话内容的理解。常见的问题如下：

What can we learn from the conversation?

What is the conversation mainly about?

What are they talking about?


4）行为题


此类命题考查的是谈话者的行为，主要是一方建议另一方去做什么。常见的问题如下：

What's the man/woman going to do?

What does the man/woman suggest the woman/man to do?

What is the man/woman doing?

What does the man/woman intend to do?


5）场景题


此类命题考查的是对话所发生的地点和场景。对话中涉及的场景主要有：学校、餐馆、商店、医院、机场、图书馆、办公室等。常见的问题如下：

Where does the conversation most probably take place?

Where are the two speakers?


6）身份题


此类命题考查的是对话双方之间的关系或推测其中一人的身份。对话中涉及的主要人物关系和身份有：医生与病人、司机与乘客、学生与老师、老板和职员、顾客和售货员、朋友、夫妻、父母和孩子、同事等。常见的问题如下：

What's the probable relationship between the two speakers?

Who is the man/woman most probably speaking to?


7）细节题


此类命题考查的是对话中提及的各种细节，如时间、日期、金钱和数字。常见的问题如下：

What time does the man/woman do...?

How often...?

How much does... cost?

How long...?

2　长对话

长对话实质上就是短对话的叠加和扩充，从一个回合的对话扩展到多个回合。长对话要求考生在短时间内抓住并牢记关键信息，增加了考查的难度。长对话一般有两组，每段对话长度在200-300词之间。内容一般与学习、生活和工作相关，包括谈论学业、旅游观光、求职面试等。长对话录音只播放一遍。长对话常见设题基本上和短对话保持一致，其中事实题、观点题和大意题属于常考题目。

3　短文理解

短文理解由3篇短文组成，共设10个问题。与对话相比，短文理解的篇幅更长，每篇短文在180-300词之间，并且涉及的内容也比较广泛，包括故事、通知、社会热点、新闻、人物、讲座等。短文理解录音同样只播放一遍。从设题上看一般集中在事实细节题、是非判断题和综合推断题。短文理解的一般命题规律如下所示：

1）短文首尾处常设题

2）举例、建议处常设题

3）所听即所得，听到什么就选什么

4）出题顺序一般与行文顺序相同

5）主题一般出现在段落的头尾部分

6）转折词后面的句子往往是考点

7）事情一般都向着好的方面发展

4　短文听写

短文听写一直是四级考试听力理解题型中较难的一个，2013年8月四级考试的测试题型局部调整后，原听力考试中的复合式听写调整为单词及词组听写，短文长度及难度不变。要求考生在听懂短文的基础上，用所听到的原文填写空缺的单词或词组，题目数量由11题改为10题。此部分共朗读3遍，第一遍为正常语速，要求考生了解短文大意；第二遍在涉及句子听写部分有停顿，给考生时间来填写答案；第三遍为正常语速，供考生核查所填答案。

从表面上来看，把原来8个单词+3个句子的听写改成了10个单词及词组的听写，形式没有特别大的变化，难度也有所降低。但要求空缺的单词或词组必须用原文填写，每一个空的得分将由过去的不等分值变成了每空得一分的情况。换句话说，以前在听写句子时即便考生没有把句子写完整或者用自己的语言来同义转述原文的意思，都会获得一定的分数，但现在要求填写的文字必须100%的准确。在短时间内，要求考生听写出最精确的缺失信息，这无疑对考生的听音辨识水平、单词拼写能力和集中力提出了更高的要求，这一点千万不要忽视！


第三节

Section Three


应试技巧

考试时，考生拿到考卷后，应利用录音播放题目要求的时间，快速浏览题干和选项设置，带着问题去听，这样比较容易抓住关键信息。听录音时要随手记录一些人名、地点、时间、数字等信息，防止遗忘。另外，平时练习时要养成边答题边涂卡的习惯，防止考试时因来不及涂卡而影响成绩。下面分别就各题型简要总结一些应试技巧。

1　对话

对话中主要考查以下几种题型：


1）观点、建议题


考查对话中某人的观点态度或者意见建议时，一般重点在第二个人说的话。如果对话中有转折词，通常转折词后的内容为答案。同时，注意说话双方的语气、语调，领会其中的言外之意。


2）行为方式题


听音时要注意说话人和每个动作的对应，及其动作的先后顺序，不要混淆。


3）场景、关系题


听音时要善于通过双方谈论的内容去联想对话当时的场景及说话人的身份，如听到询问subject，即可联想到学生或者学校，听到ticket一词即可联想到售票员和乘客。


4）时间、数字细节题


听音时，时间、日期、价格、年龄、电话号码等涉及数字的信息都是重点内容，涉及多个数字的听力内容容易设置简单的计算题，应多注意数字之间的关系。对于时间、数字细节题，考生应尤其注意读音相近的数字，如-ty和-teen。

对话命题规律一般为：

①直接引用原文单词的选项一般不正确，正确选项通常为原文内容的同义替换，即用不同的词汇、短语、搭配等表达相近的意思。

②通常要办的事情都是不顺利的（如买不到东西、订房间客满、航班晚点、课业繁重等）。

2　短文理解

短文理解和短对话，长对话的听力应试技巧基本一致，但是短文理解部分也有一些区别化的特点，掌握这些技巧有助于提高成绩。

1）在播放短文之前，我们可以利用读题时间浏览各小题选项，推测短文的体裁和大致内容，为听音时获取信息做充分准备。

2）手眼脑并用，记录关键信息。播放短文录音期间要听记兼顾，但以听为主，千万不要因为记录前面的信息而漏听后面的信息。

3　短文听写

虽然此部分题型形式变化不是特别大，但是考生在平时的练习中一定要打好词汇基础，了解单词及其各种变形的正确写法，同时了解单词的正确发音，以便在听音时快速分辨。除此之外，做短文听写时也有些技巧：


1）听前浏览全文


短文听写部分的Directions比较长，这就给考生提供了时间浏览全文，通过浏览全文，考生即可了解短文梗概，并可简单判断空格处应填单词的词性、时态、单复数等语法信息。甚至能通过上下文逻辑关系和一般常识猜出答案。


2）通读全文


在录音播放完毕时，一定要检查所填单词或词组的拼写、时态、语态、单复数、大小写等容易出错的地方，尤其要注意最容易忽视的名词单复数及常用的介词、冠词、代词等。遇到不确定或者没有听出来的空格，一定要根据上下文冷静判断，不要空白。


第四节

Section Four


听力必备

听力考试是对考生英语实际应用能力的测试，考查的项目除了基本的词汇储备量、语法、句型，还包括逻辑分析判断能力、一般人文知识，甚至包括速记等，对考生要求比较高。针对四级听力真题常考项目，我们总结了一些听力中比较难的、容易误听的知识点，供大家复习备考。

1　数字的表达和读法


1）基数词


四级考试中出现的数字一般不会有很多位数，主要以方便考生运算为主，但考生也需要了解一些多位数数字的读法，以免考查数字细节时误听或理解错误。首先根据英文数字中的逗号确定读法：有一个逗号读thousand，两个逗号读million，三个逗号读billion，例如：

1,234读作one thousand, two hundred and thirty-four

4,567,890读作four million, five hundred and sixty-seven thousand, eight hundred and ninety

1,234,567,890读作one billion, two hundred and thirty-four million, five hundred and sixty-seven thousand, eight hundred and ninety

此外，要注意英美关于数字的读法略有不同，如：英式英语在百位和十位之间加读and，而美式英语一般不读and，还有一些个别的差异，例如：1,500在英式英语中读作one thousand, five hundred，而在美式英语中读作fifteen hundred；1,000,000,000在英式英语中读作one thousand million，而在美式英语中读作one billion。这些差异需在平时多多积累。


2）序数词


序数词是用来表示顺序的数词。除了first，second，third外，大多数的序数词都是在相应的基数词尾加-th构成的，前面一般要加定冠词，如：the fourth，the fifth，the tenth。


3）分数


分数词是由基数词和序数词合成的，分子用基数词表示，分母用序数词表示，除了分子是1的情况外，序数词都要用复数形式。例如：

1/3读作one-third

1/2读作a (one) half

7/12读作seven-twelfths

3/4读作three quarters

也有比较大的分数，例如：

20/87读作twenty over eighty-seven

32/90读作thirty-two over ninety


4）小数


小数点读作point，小数点后各位数字要分别按照单个基数词读，小数点前的数若为0可略去不读。例如：

7.168读作seven point one six eight

0.157读作(zero) point one five seven


5）百分数


百分数由percent表示，例如：

20％读作twenty percent

10.09％读作ten point zero nine percent


6）加减乘除


“加”用plus，and或add表示；“减”用minus或take from表示；“乘”用time或multiply表示；“除”用divide的过去分词形式divided表示；“等于”用is，make，equal等表示。例如：

2+3=5可读作Two plus three is five./Two and three is equal to five./Two added to three equals five.

10-6=4可读作Ten minus six is four./Six (taken) from ten is four.

3*4=12可读作Three times four is/are twelve./Three multiplied by four makes twelve.

12÷4=3可读作Twelve divided by four is three.　

2　时间的表达和读法


1）时刻


读精确的时间一般先读分钟，再读介词past/to，然后读小时。若分钟为15、45，30可用quarter、half。一般在30分钟以内的，用介词past；超过30分钟的用介词to，小时数要加1。注意美式英语中，常用after代替past，用before/till代替 to。例如：

5:00读作five o'clock

9:15读作a quarter past nine（英式）或 a quarter after nine（美式）

15:30读作half past fifteen（英式）或 fifteen thirty（美式）

3:50读作ten to four（英式）或 ten before four（美式）

另外，听力中常出现的发车时间、到站时间一般不读介词，如：4:30 p.m.读作four-thirty p.m.；表达整点一般用sharp，如：在11点整读作at 11 o'clock sharp或者at 11 o'clock on the hour/strike。


2）世纪、年代、年、月、日


342 B.C.读作three four two BC或 three hundred forty-two BC

2000读作two thousand

1949读作nineteen hundred and forty-nine或nineteen forty-nine

2014年10月7日读作October seventh, two thousand and fourteen

in the 1980's读作in the nineteen eighties（20世纪80年代）

in the 60's读作in the sixties（在60年代）

in the mid 13th century 在13世纪中叶

3　听力常见同音词

听音时需要快速地把记忆中的文字和所听到的声音联系起来，快速地捕捉可用的信息，之后进入逻辑分析和判断，从而得出答案。只有精确地掌握各个英语单词的发音，才能做到万无一失。英语中有一些同音词容易在听力中给考生带来障碍，这里总结了一些，考生可提前准备。

Millions of students have been taught a formula that has nothing to do with chemistry. The formula is for writing a five-paragraph essay. (19) First, write an introductory paragraph to state the argument. Then, add three paragraphs of evidence. Finally, write a conclusion.


Linda Bergmann is director of the Writing Lab at Purdue University in Indiana. (20) Her job is to help students, including international students, improve their writing.
 Professor Bergmann has worked with many students who learned this traditional five-paragraph formula. She says international students sometimes have difficulty with this formula if they learned a different writing structure. But just knowing how to write a five-paragraph essay is not going to be enough for a college student who has to write a longer academic paper. (21) As Professor Bergmann points out, the formula is too simple to deal with subjects that require deeper thought and investigation.


So what are the qualities that make up a good writing? Karen is executive director of courses in the Institute for Writing and Rhetoric at Dartmouth College. Karen says there are no simple answers—except maybe for one. That is, there is no formula that students can follow to guarantee a well-written paper.

In some cultures, students organize their paragraphs to build toward the main idea at the end of the paper. American college students are usually expected to state their thesis at the beginning. Young mums shopping in the Copley Mall in downtown Boston last month found themselves being questioned about their use of soap by students from Harvard Business School, usually known as HBS. The students were not doing odd jobs to earn beer money. (19) They were preparing to help a firm in Brazil launch an antibacterial cleanser.


The 900 students arriving in Boston this summer for their two-year course were told that they would be subjects. (20) The new practical addition to HBS's curriculum is known as “FIELD” that stands for Field Immersion Experiences for Leadership Development.
 Not all the staff and students were overjoyed to be experimented on. But the man responsible, Nitin Nohria, who became dean of HBS in July 2010, says that “if it works, the FIELD method could become an equal partner to the case method.”

What happens in the second year of the new course is still being worked out. But the first year has three elements. First, team-building exercises. Students take turns to lead a group engaged in a project. (21) They learn to collaborate and to give and take feedback.

 Those who take out loans borrow an average of around 125,000 dollars to attend a private school. The average for public law school is about 75,000 dollars.

Hand washing reduces the spread of germs from one person to the next. According to the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, hand washing is one of the most important means of preventing the spread of infection. If you track when you wash your hands you may find it is not as often as you think. (19) A recent survey found that 94% of Americans say that they always wash their hands after going to the bathroom but observations in public restrooms show that only 68% of adults did so.


Why should you wash? Germs are so small that you cannot see them. A few of them can cause serious and life-threatening diseases. Passage Two


London Heathrow is the biggest airport in the UK, and it also handles more international passenger traffic than any other airport in the world. (19) For this reason, expansion was planned and on 27th March a fifth terminal opened to help to cope with the many passengers that pass through the airport.


The new terminal has taken a long time to plan and build. The idea was first proposed back in the 1980s. However, in spite of long preparations at Terminal 5 ahead of the grand opening, things soon descended into chaos.

There were problems from the outset as staff had difficulties finding car parking spaces and getting through security to get into the building. (20) This caused a delay when passengers started to arrive and enough numbers of staff were not in place.
 Long passenger queues formed and the slow start meant that everyone had to play catch-up from the beginning. The terminal has been designed to handle 12,000 bags an hour (21) but due to a reported “lack of training and essential support that was promised”, a backlog of luggage soon materialized. By lunchtime on that first day, 20 flights had been cancelled to try and solve the problems.
 Flights continued to be cancelled in the days following the opening and up to 28,000 bags have now had to be placed in temporary storage. (22) BA, the only airline operating at Terminal 5 says it is working to clear the backlog, but the negative publicity caused by this ridiculous failure has not helped the airport or the airline's reputation at all.

Perhaps because of traditional beliefs that men are tougher than women, it's common for British people these days to joke about men's weaknesses. A man who complains he's ill with a cold might be told he just has “man flu”. The implication is a woman keeps working when she has a cold, while a man exaggerates its effects, in order to get some sympathy and get out of doing any work. (23) According to the British saying, such a man is being “a big girl's blouse” , a jokey way of saying he's not as manly and brave as he could be.


But now it seems maybe men aren't such big girl's blouses after all. Researchers at Leeds Metropolitan University in England imposed pain on 200 Libyan and British students, and studied how they responded. (24) They found that although there was no difference in the unpleasantness of the pain, the men were much more tolerant about it.
 The women showed more sensitivity. They tolerated less pain, and were happier to admit it hurt.

So why did the men put up with more pain than women? Gender stereotypes seem to be playing a part, with women expected to be sensitive and men feeling the pressure to show they're manhood. The research found that these gender differences were stronger in the Libyan students than the British ones. The Libyan men also had a higher pain threshold than British men. (25) This suggests that cultural differences also play a part in how people cope with pain.
 Research into pain is important, because it could help scientists develop better pain relief, and help people who live with chronic pain. Most pain killers are tested on men.

 It took him 30 years to express regret for, as he said, competing with his classmates to ask “clever-dick questions” and indulging in “boring showing off”. In a letter published in a magazine, Mr. Gove says, “It may be too late to say I'm sorry. But, as my mum told me, it's never too late to set the record straight.”

Do you often get angry? If the answer is yes, you are not alone. Bad traffic, disagreements with people and other occurrences can potentially be a nuisance. The success of a speech is often attributed to the skill of the speaker, with merit being given to speakers who are confident, knowledgeable and able to deliver a speech with conviction. But often it is not the speakers who write these moving speeches, it is a speechwriter. (23) According to a recent job advertisement from the US Embassy in Britain, a political speechwriter needs to have exceptional interpersonal skills, be detail-oriented and able to demonstrate a deep knowledge of their subject.
 They must also work closely with speakers and be able to relate to their style. Some believe that the best speechwriters have an inherent talent, a natural creative instinct, and that speechwriting is an art form.

One of the most frustrating things in life is a slow computer. Every few years, we buy an expensive new PC and love how fast it starts up, runs programs, and loads websites. (19) Inevitably though, it starts to slow down until eventually we are pulling our hair out waiting for it to do routine tasks.

What is the single largest cause of sick leave in the UK? The answer is not the common cold or flu, but back pain. (23) Back pain affects one in three British adults, costs the country over 5 billion pounds every year and is notoriously difficult to treat.
 But now Britain's National Health Service will be offering a new solution: acupuncture.

The ancient Chinese needle therapy has been around in the UK for many years, but this is the first time it has been officially supported by the National Institute for Clinical Excellence (NICE). (24) Traditionally, doctors in the UK advise back pain sufferers to stay active, do stretching exercises and take painkillers when necessary. In more serious cases some people are given X-ray treatment or injections.
 NICE, however, say there is evidence that acupuncture may be more effective than expensive X-rays or injections, so patients who have been suffering for over six weeks should be given a choice.

One in four young people in poor countries are unable to read a single sentence, according to a UN report. It brought people's focus to poor quality education that is failing to ensure that children learn. (5) “This learning crisis has cost not only for the future ambitions of children, but also for the current finances of governments,” said the 11th Education for All Global Monitoring Report, commissioned by the UNESCO.


This year's report warned that poor quality education is leaving a legacy of illiteracy more widespread than previously believed. (6) Around 175 million young people in poor countries, one quarter of the youth population cannot read all or part of a sentence, affecting one third of young women in South and West Asia.
 On current trends, the report projected that it will take until 2072 for all the poorest young women in developing countries to be literate; and possibly until the next century for all girls from the poorest families in sub-Saharan Africa to finish lower secondary school. In the United States, (8) employees typically work five days a week for eight hours each day.
 However, many employees want to work a four-day week and are willing to accept less pay in order to do so. (8) Now, employees have the option of working a four-day workweek for four-fifths of their normal pay.

For decades, people believe that saturated fat causes heart disease. (2) But in fact, we are now learning that sugar is the true murderer, not fat.
 A review of all the research on saturated fat published in the American Journal of Clinical Nutrition
 found there was no correlation between saturated fat and heart disease. And a recent editorial in the British Journal of Medicine
 makes the same point and breaks the myth that fat causes obesity and heart disease. In fact, studies show that 75 percent of people who end up in the emergency room with a heart attack have normal overall cholesterol levels. What they do have is pre-diabetes or Type 2 diabetes. So, what's the conclusion here? Eating a diet with good quality fat and protein prevents and even reverses diabetes and pre-diabetes. It was eating sugar and refined carbohydrates that cause diabesity. So, look at the issue of fat and sugar in a totally different way. (4) Don't cut out the fat; enjoy it!

If you live near a rooster, you can depend on hearing him every morning when the sun comes up. But how do roosters know when it is time to crow?

(5) Japanese researchers say they have proof that an internal clock helps tell roosters when it is time to crow. That internal clock naturally links many plants and animals—including humans—with the Earth's 24-hour cycle.

Scientists have discovered the earliest evidence of human footprints outside of Africa, on the Norfolk Coast in the East of England. The footprints are more than 800,000 years old and were found on the shores of Happisburgh. (4) They are direct evidence of the earliest known humans in northern Europe.
 Details of the extraordinary markings have been published in the science journal Plos One
 . The footprints have been described as “one of the most important discoveries, if not the most important discovery that has been made on Britain's shores,” by Dr. Nick Ashton of the British Museum. (5) The markings were first identified in May last year during a low tide. Rough seas had eroded the sandy beach to reveal a series of hollows.
 Such discoveries are very rare. The Happisburgh footprints are the only ones of this age in Europe and there are only three other sets that are older, all of which are in Africa. (6) The hollows were washed away not long after they were identified.

The team took a 3D scan of the footprints over the following two weeks. Even if you haven't been physically active, it's never too late to start reaping the benefits of exercise, a new study shows.

(7) Older adults who started to exercise even once a week—even after being inactive—were three to four times more likely to age healthily compared to their continuously inactive peers.
 British researchers studied around 3,450 men and women with an average age of 64 from the English Longitudinal Study on Ageing. (8) Starting in 2002, the study tracked the participants for over ten years,
 measuring the frequency and intensity of their physical activity.

(9) At the end of the study researchers evaluated healthy aging by looking at the occurrence of chronic diseases like diabetes, overall mental health, and any physical disabilities.
 They found that participants who had sustained regular physical activity over the period of the study were seven times more likely than entirely inactive participants to age healthily. “This study supports public health initiatives designed to engage older adults in physical activity, even those who are of advanced age,” the authors wrote.

The findings of this study add to compelling research which points to exercise as one of the keys to maintaining good health with aging. Just earlier this month researchers found that aerobic exercise doesn't just help with heart health, it can also help older adults improve their memory and preserve their cognitive abilities. (10) Another study showed that even simple physical activity, like gardening or fruit-picking, can help older adults reduce their risk of heart attacks and strokes.

When you're in a stressful situation, are you confident or insecure? Do you react positively or negatively? The answer may depend in part on whom you're around. (4) A study by researchers at the University of Notre Dame found that negative thinking and depression stemming from it, can be contagious in certain circumstances.
 For example, the researchers studied 103 freshman college roommates who had been paired randomly. They measured each roommate's cognitive vulnerability, or tendency to give in to negative thinking and depression. (5) Specifically, the researchers measured the subject's likelihood to see negative events as a reflection of their abilities and flaws.
 (4) After only six months, it became clear that thinking patterns and styles can be contagious.
 Students paired with a negative-thinking roommate “caught” that style and became more depressed themselves. And students paired with more positive thinking roommates were more likely to become more positive in their thinking and report less depression. Now college freshman are in a unique, life changing environment. (6) So emotionally they might be easily influenced to adopt the thought and behavior patterns of people around them
 —perhaps more so than people in less intense situations at other stages of life.

But maybe not, other research has shown that, in general, people are affected by how those around them think. (7) So surrounding a negative, depressed person with people who think positively could be a powerful form of therapy.

What did your school like? Was it noisy or peaceful? It might not seem important, but a growing body of research suggests that sounds can have an impact on learning, performance and creativity. Indeed, some head teachers have recently taken to broadcasting noises into their schools to see whether it can boost grades.

(8) There is certainly some well-established research to suggest that some noises can have a bad effect on learning. Numerous studies over the past 15 years have found that children attending schools under the flight paths of large airports lag behind in their exam results.


Whether background sounds are beneficial or not seems to depend on what kind of noise it is and the volume. In a series of studies published last year, Ravi Mehta from the College of Business at Illinois and colleagues tested people's creativity while exposed to a soundtrack made up of background noises, such as coffee-shop chatter and construction-site drilling, at different volumes. (9) They found that people were more creative when the background noises were played at a medium level than when volume was low.
 Loud background noise, however, damaged their creativity. Many teachers all over the world already play music to students in class. (10) Many are inspired by the belief that hearing music can boost IQ in subsequent tasks, the so-called Mozart effect.
 While the evidence actually suggests there's still no solid evidence showing classical music boosts brainpower, researchers do think pleasant sounds before a task can sometimes lift your mood and help you perform well. The key appears to be that you enjoy what you're hearing.

Completing medical school in three years requires some additional preparation and summer school. Three-year programs were tried in the 1960s and 70s, but did not last very long. (5) In 4 out of 10 households with children, women are the sole or primary breadwinners, according to a 2013 report by the Pew Research Center.
 Now, based on a new survey, we have an idea of how many of these breadwinning moms are feeling about their roles.

The national survey was made by Working Mother Media. If those breadwinning moms didn't choose to be the primary earners in their families, they tend to feel less satisfied about their lives than women who consciously selected the role. In the survey, they were asked how satisfied they were on a host of questions related to family life. Some breadwinning moms said they were pleased to be the breadwinner. Others said they would prefer that their partner earn more than they do. There were significant gaps between the two groups.

The survey also asked breadwinning moms and dads questions about satisfaction with family life. (6) Big differences between them were also found. No surprise, breadwinning dads report greater happiness: 76% of men were happy with the division of household responsibilities, versus 60% of women; 85% of men were happy with how the child care is being handled, versus 71% of women.

A small study of middle-aged men living in New Zealand found children born first into their family were about 7kg heavier and had a bigger Body Mass Index than second-borns. They also had more health problems. Birth order may affect the risk of certain kinds of diseases, say researchers. Larger studies are needed to fully evaluate this link, they add. (8) There is some evidence to suggest birth order may influence the body's fat make-up and metabolism, from infancy to the teenage years. However, the potential impact in mid-life is unknown.
 Prof Wayne Cutfield and colleagues at the University of Auckland studied 50 overweight but otherwise healthy men between the ages of 40 and 50. First-born men were heavier and had lower insulin sensitivity than second-borns, they report in the journal, Scientific Reports
 . Thus, first-born adults may be at a greater risk of metabolic and heart diseases. (9) Prof Cutfield said the risk of developing obesity or diabetes occurs when enough risk factors come together. Being first born is one such risk factor, it does not mean first-borns will become overweight or diabetic, being first-born simply increases the risk.
 The researchers say the study needs to be repeated in pairs of siblings and with more subjects. Christopher Allen, senior nurse at the British Heart Foundation, said carrying extra weight cannot only increase the risk of heart disease, but also affect how sensitive the body is to insulin. Scientists have learned some interesting things about the intellectual abilities of babies. They say there is evidence that babies as young as five months old can do basic arithmetic—that they can add. Scientists think babies know that one plus one equals two, and not one. The evidence is indirect because obviously, you can't ask a five-month-old baby to add up some numbers for you. Temporary blindness heightens hearing and has potential as a therapy for some deaf people, animal research suggests. (5) A study, published in the journal Neuron
 , showed keeping mice in the dark for a week changed their brains and enhanced hearing.
 The US team at Johns Hopkins University and the University of Maryland compared the hearing of mice that had been kept in complete darkness for a week with that of others getting natural light. Those kept in the dark could hear softer sounds and there were changes in the structure of the brain. (6) One thought was that part of the brain being used for vision was being repurposed, but it seemed the sections dedicated to hearing were being beefed-up.
 The effect lasted for several weeks after they were returned to the light.

Experts said it was a “fascinating” finding, but making more permanent brain alterations would be a key to any new treatments for hearing loss. It is not certain if the same brain changes would take place in people or if they could reverse the declines associated with old age. (7) Dr. Michael Akeroyd, from the Medical Research Council's Institute of Hearing Research, said putting old people with hearing loss into dark rooms for a week or more was unlikely to happen, but that the study added to a growing awareness that there was more to hearing than just the ear.
 More research is now needed to establish if similar findings can be observed in humans and whether or not these changes actually lead to better hearing in the real world.

(8) Could text messaging be a thing of the past?
 Nowadays there are so many different ways of messaging someone that it could lead to the disappearance of the traditional text as we know it. Text messaging, or texting, is the art of sending a short, electronic message between two mobile phones. But in the last few years, messaging in this manner has been on the decline.

The rise of smart phones and tablets has seen an increase in the use of instant messaging apps, which offer a cheap alternative to conventional texts. (9) Using wireless Internet connections or mobile data networks, people can send limitless numbers of messages to their friends for very little cost. Unlike traditional mobile texts, the user usually only has to pay to download the app once, after which each message they send is free.
 According to a research, almost 19 billion messages were sent per day using chat apps in 2012, compared with 17.6 billion SMS texts—Short Message Service. And it expects the chat app market to grow to 50 billion per day by 2014. So does this really mean the end for communication by text?

Pamela Clark-Dickson from Informa doesn't think so. She says that there are a considerable number of people who use normal mobile phones, particularly in developing countries, who prefer the SMS messaging tool: “They don't have mobile data plans, so (10) there is an awfully big base of mobile phone users who are still going to find that SMS is the best messaging experience
 for them for a while.”

Students don't do any (3) handwriting

 in this class. Instead, they use palm-sized, or specially-designed computers. The teacher downloads texts from Internet libraries and sends them to every student's (4) personal

 computer. Having computers also means that students can search the Web. They can look up information on any (5) subject

 they're studying, from math to social science.

And exams can go online, too. At a school in Tennessee, U.S.A., students take tests on their own computers. The teacher (6) records

 the grades on the network for everyone to see and then copies them into his or her own (7) electronic

 grade book. A paperless classroom is a big step towards (8) reducing

 the waste of paper. A school teacher said she used to give about 900 pieces of paper each week to the students. “Think about the money and trees we could save with the computers,” she said. But, with all this technology, there's always the risk that the machines will (9) break down

 . So, in case of a power failure or technical problem, paper textbooks are still widely (10) available

 for these hi-tech students.
