本书不仅有贴近生活的题材，也有多元又充足的习题，每个单元（unit）中都有七个或八个板块（part），而每个板块中有多个题组，从判断文意的是非题、选择题，到剖析文章重点的问答题，再到自我挑战、活用所学的写作，循序渐进地带领读者学习。除此之外，本书还整理了许多表述的正式和非正式用语、英式英文和美式英文的差别、同一个单词的正面和负面意义的使用等，能让学习者更精确地区别语言的细微之处，培养语感。对于想通过本书练习口语的学习者，本书收录了每个单元的录音文本，学习者能听录音校正自己的发音和语调，并模拟对话，自我练习。

最后要提醒各位学习者，处处留心皆学问，只要好好观察自己周边的生活，必定能找到许多学习、运用英文的机会。祝各位在学习完本书后，能流畅地在日常生活中使用英文。

Am I safe in my vest and pants?

I love London but I am beginning to wonder if the people here really speak the same language as we speak in the States. It's usually fine when we're talking about politics, but as soon as we start to talk about something basic like things at home (in the apartment ... or, as they say, flat!), things to do with cars, food or clothes, I have problems.

Let's take clothes as an example. Sure, we all — British or American —wear coats, jackets, shirts, shoes and jeans but there are problems when it comes to sneakers. I went into a shoe store the other day to buy a pair of sneakers. The clerk looked at me blankly. "You know," I said, "comfortable sports shoes — the type that everyone wears these days." "Oh, you mean trainers," she replied. So, I bought a pair of trainers. Or are they sneakers?

The British call pants "trousers" — and that's fine. Few Americans have problems with that word! But, can you believe it, for the British "pants" are what we call underwear, shorts or slip. There's a similar problem with the word "vest" too. While we Americans wear our vests over our shirts and under our suit jackets, the British wear their vests under their shirts. Yes, a vest for the British is another item of underwear. An American vest is a waistcoat for the British! The problem does not stop here. We guys in the States use suspenders to hold up our trousers. British men use braces for the same purpose. Suspenders in Britain are used by a few sexy women —to hold up their stockings!

I haven't yet made any serious mistakes — that I know about! But, male Americans, just remember, never talk about your vest and pants to a British lady!

另外，sweater，pullover，jumper这三个单词的意思都差不多，都是毛衣的意思。有些人会比较喜欢说sweater，有些人会比较喜欢说pullover或jumper，都一样，都是羊毛的衣服！还有一种cardigan也是羊毛做的，但它们的前面有扣子，穿的方式跟外套一样，不像sweater，pullover，jumper是直接用套的方式穿上去。

至于sweatshirt，看起来可能跟sweater有点像，不过通常不是羊毛做的，而是棉布做的，而且看起来比较“运动风”。

I realise now that the boys loved me, but when I was little I often felt lonely and left out. They were always having fun together, but I was too small to play with them. As a result, I suppose I was quite independent but I cried a lot because they used to play jokes on me and laugh at me so often. I always liked Danny more than my other brothers. He was kind and protective — as long as the others weren't around to stop him. All the boys had a great sense of humour— and Danny was especially funny — so I learned my sense of humour from them. I think they probably taught me to fight as well. At school, I was often described as aggressive and a bit of a "tomboy". The boys laughed at me whenever my mother dressed me in pretty dresses so I ended up wearing jeans or shorts all the time. And I still feel uncomfortable in very feminine and lady-like clothes.

I always wanted a big family myself. So I suppose I liked the busy atmosphere in my parents' house. I feel lucky to have Helen, my husband Richard's daughter from his first marriage, living with us. Female company is so special to me! Our own boys, Tom and Sam, are great and when I see them together, I'm reminded of my own brothers. I still hope to have more children. I think I've lost most of my old aggression and am quite gentle and easy-going these days. I sometimes think I'm too lenient with the children. I don't like punishing them.

We always have a house full of people. I'm very sociable and feel strange if ever I'm alone in the house. Danny and I are very similar in that way. He's still single but shares a house with four other people. He comes over here often too. The children love him. He's great fun and really patient — just like when I was little. We all love his sense of humour though occasionally I wish he would be more serious. He and I are still very close and I don't know what I'd do without him!


Daniel Waterson:
 When Sara was born, my brothers and I all pretended we weren't interested in her but she was such a wonderful addition to our family that we all learned to love her. For me, it was great to have someone younger around because I hadn't liked being the youngest. We all loved taking care of her so she was never alone. She was really spoiled — by Mum and Dad and all the boys. We gave her everything she wanted and she screamed and cried when she didn't have everyone's attention. She was a determined little girl and wanted to do everything for herself. But she was a real exhibitionist — always wanting to show us how well she could run, dance, jump and so on. Then she would get upset when we laughed at her. She had a great sense of humour though and is still very amusing.

I always thought she was selfish when we were kids but when I see her now with her own family I realise she's become very considerate and generous, always doing things for other people. I'm the selfish one! Sara's a great mother in most ways — but I sometimes feel she's a bit too strict with the boys. She's very relaxed and easy-going with Helen — which seems a bit unfair.

Sara's always trying to persuade me to settle down and have a family, but I'm happy just sharing hers at the moment. I think I'm good with children but I wouldn't make a very good husband — I'm much too irresponsible and disorganised. I'm sociable most of the time and love having fun with friends, but there are occasions when I'm quite anti-social and just want to shut myself away in my room with a good book and no interruptions.

I've always had good friends but very few girlfriends. I think I'm quite shy with women in some ways. In spite of my close relationship with Sara, I'm usually much more comfortable in male company — probably as a result of growing up in a male-dominated household. Having three older brothers gave me lots of confidence in the neighbourhood. I was proud to be one of the Waterson boys and I suppose I'm still rather confident these days, as a result. Li Yan:

Umm ... I don't really follow you. Where's the temperature knob?

Norma:

Here, it's this big round one, in the middle, under the handle.

Li Yan:

Yes, but what do we do with it?

Norma:

We turn it to the required position ... to how hot you want the iron to be.

Li Yan:

And then?

Norma:

Plug it in, I suppose.

Li Yan:

And then start ironing?

Norma:

Not immediately, no. It says you have to wait until the indicator light goes out, and then comes on again.

Li Yan:

The indicator light? Ah, yes. It's this little round one, at the back, on the handle. But why do we have to wait for it to go out and then back on, I wonder?

I have no idea, but it doesn't matter. We'll just do as it says! The last step before starting to iron is to set the steam switch to the required position ... We can choose: extra steam or just steam ... you see?

Journalist:

This is certainly a little quieter, but you can still hear the noises from the street. So, what are these rooms here?

These are the servants' rooms. It's true they are close to the street and can hear all the noise out there. They are also close to the kitchens of course.

Journalist:

Now we have another gate, which is much bigger and more decorated than the first one.

Mr. Chang:

Ah, now this is the entrance to the family dwelling area. Let's go through and you can see the difference.

Journalist:

Oh, but it's lovely here. It's quiet and very peaceful. Those two trees really shade the courtyard.

Mr. Chang:

Now, what do you notice about the trees and the buildings here?

Journalist:

Well, there is a symmetry — the left side is the same as the right side.

Some foreign experts, teachers and students live on the West Campus. The West Campus also has a number of small shops, restaurants and a fruit and vegetable market. There is also a bicycle repair workshop where it is possible to buy second-hand bicycles. You can choose to shop on the campus itself or take advantage of the facilities outside the campus gate.

Within no more than ten minutes' walk from the gate, you can find a news-stand, a flower shop, a beauty salon and a post office.

The university is some twelve miles, or a one and a half hours' bus ride, from the centre of Beijing. There are convenient bus stops near the campus gate. You can also take the bus to other parts of Beijing and make shorter journey within the Haidian area. Taxis are usually parked at the university gate. As you will see, many people use bicycles rather than other forms of transportation.

We hope your stay in Beijing is successful and rewarding. Please don't hesitate to contact your foreign affairs representative if you require any further information or have any problems.

The number rose to 20 million in 1982, and 40 million last year. China exports 10 million bicycles annually.

Beijing is big but it's quite easy to get around. There are buses, taxis and an underground system but I go almost everywhere by bike! It's fantastic. Fortunately, bike-theft is not as big a problem here as it is at home. There are special bike lanes all over the city, so although the roads are busy, I feel quite safe. I can't believe how convenient it is. There are bike repairmen on almost every corner so I never need to worry about breaking down or getting a puncture. Cycling makes me feel so independent — just being able to go where I want, when I choose, is a luxury. Whenever I see people waiting at bus stops, I wonder why they don't just go by bike instead.
