前言

2013年8月，全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会对四、六级考试的试卷结构和测试题型作了局部调整。调整后，四级和六级的试卷结构和测试题型相同。

四级和六级的试卷结构、测试内容、测试题型、分值比例和考试时间如下表所示：
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从上表我们可以清楚地了解到四、六级考试取消了完形填空、句子翻译、短文改错等题型，其他题型也做了一些重要调整。为了使广大考生能尽快适应改革后的六级考试，新东方考试研究中心特根据四、六级考试委员会公布的最新样卷及改革后最新六级真题编写了“特训”系列丛书。改版后本丛书紧扣四、六级考试改革要求，深入剖析四、六级考试新题型，集指导、练习于一体，是不可多得的四、六级备考辅导丛书。

《大学英语六级听力特训》为本丛书中的六级听力专项图书，严格按照最新题型编写，深入剖析六级听力考试的规律和趋势，对各题型层层分析、各个击破，为考生更快、更好地突破改革后的六级听力提供制胜之道。本书特点归纳如下：

透析最新题型，攻破听力难关

改革后的六级听力中，短对话、长对话、短文理解这三个题型的难度、分值等与原来保持一致，没有任何变化，但短文听写部分有了变化：原短文听写要求考生根据所听到的短文补全空缺的8个单词和3个句子，而改革后的短文听写不再要求考生补全句子，而全部改为补全单词或词组，这实际上等于降低了听力测试部分的难度，对考生来说是一个好消息。

★ 本书第一章的“题型攻略”部分全面剖析了六级听力的四种题型，深入分析各种题型的命题规律，并总结相应的应试技巧，为考生提供切实有效的解题方法。

总结必备技能，扫除听力障碍

编者悉心研究历年六级听力真题，总结归纳出历年六级听力考试中经常出现的词汇、句型、语法等基础语言知识，帮助考生在迎战听力考试的同时，从根本上提高英语听力水平。

第一章　技巧大点兵

第一节　样题解读

全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会于2013年8月公布了四、六级考试的最新调整。在具体说明中，考试委员会提到：

听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读，语速四级约每分钟130词，六级约每分钟150词。听力部分分值比例为35%，其中对话占15%，短文占20%。考试时间30分钟。

我们注意到，调整之后六级听力的试卷结构、测试内容、测试题型、分值比例和考试时间有了相应变化，如下表所示：
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从上表中我们可以得知，六级听力考试短对话、长对话以及短文理解的题型、分值都没有变化，唯一变化的是短文听写部分。下面我们逐一详述。

一、短对话

短对话没有变化，依然是一男一女两人对话，仅一个回合，第三个人就对话内容提出一个问题。每段短对话的长度大致在20词至50词之间，语速接近英美人士的正常语速。要求考生听完每段短对话后，就其后的问题做出正确的选择。每段短对话的录音材料只播放一遍，每个问题后留有13～15秒的答题时间。分值比例为8%。

二、长对话

长对话也跟以往一样，共有两段，每段对话均以一男一女的对话形式出现，为多个回合。每段对话平均长度为250～320个词。每段对话后设有3～4个问题，共7道小题，分值比例为7%。每段对话均朗读一遍，每个问题后留有13～15秒的答题时间。

三、短文理解

短文理解也没有变化，仍由3篇短文组成，采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。每篇短文的篇幅一般在240～270个单词之间，后面设有3～4个问题，共10题。要求考生听完一篇短文后，就其后的问题做出正确的选择。每篇文章的录音材料只播放一遍，每个问题后留有13～15秒的答题时间。与对话相比，短文的信息量大，篇幅比较长，句子的长度和复杂程度也高于对话。分值比例为10%。

四、短文听写

该部分由原复合式听写调整为单词及词组听写，短文长度及难度不变，六级短文听写文章词数在240～270词之间。要求考生在听懂短文的基础上，用所听到的原文填写空缺的单词或词组，共10题。短文以相同的速度播放三遍。分值比例为10%。

第二节　技能必备

听力是一个复杂的、多层次的思维过程，它涉及语音语调、词汇、句型、语法以及其他非语言知识，是诸多语言技能的综合应用，也是英语学习过程中最难掌握的基本技能之一。要想在听力考试中取得优异成绩，考生不仅要具备扎实的语音、语调等基本语音知识，而且还要掌握包括词汇、句型、语法等其他方面的语言知识。下面我们将针对六级考试听力中常考的词汇、短语、句式以及语法难点进行讲解。

一、常考易混词

英语中有很多同音词、近音词和多义词，这些词在考生阅读文章时不是问题，但一旦这些词汇混杂在听力材料中，往往会给考生的听音造成障碍。我们把这些在听力中容易混淆的词统称为易混词，如fare（费用）和fair（公平的），又如fall既有“落下”的意思，又有“秋天”之意。这些词都具有很强的干扰性，使听力答题难度增加。如果不能马上找到其在原文中确切的对应词或意思，考生就很容易选错答案。

因此，考生在平时的学习中就要准确掌握单词的发音及意思。如果在考试中不能确定是哪个词或意思，在听录音时首先写下你认为正确的那个词，听完录音后再结合材料的具体语境进行分析，来确定使全文意思连贯合理的那个词或意思。为了方便考生备考，我们专门研究了近20年的六级真题听力材料，从中甄别出一百余条六级考试中常考的易混词，供考生参考，考生也可以在平时的学习过程中结合自身情况不断充实、积累易混词汇。

二、常考场景词伙

词伙是指出现于共同的场景或共指某一事物的一组词、短语或句子。对于一些需要通过关键词获取答案的场景题、主旨题或者推理判断题，考生可以利用平时积累的词伙，结合录音的具体内容，迅速找到答案。我们把六级听力材料中常考的场景分为学习、生活和工作三大类，各大类又细分为若干小类，并把各类场景中可能出现的词汇进行了归纳，供考生了解、学习。考生可以在考试之前再把这些词温习一遍，以增强临场听力的语感。

三、常考搭配与习语

通过分析样题及近几年六级真题的听力材料，我们发现六级听力的选材越来越贴近现实生活，短对话内容更贴近生活中的日常对话，长对话和短文理解选取了一些比较真实的广播和电视节目。真实性的选材使得材料内容更加口语化，经常会出现一些习语和俚语，增加了听力理解的难度。比如，最新六级样卷中就出现了count sb. in（把……计算在内），put out with sb.（对……生气），make do with sth.（设法应付，勉强对付）和That's not a big deal.（没什么大不了的。）等固定搭配和习语。类似的例子在历年真题中也曾出现过，比如：2013年6月试卷中的be up to one's neck（忙得不可开交），2012年12月试卷中的put the brakes on sth.（对……加以限制）都体现了这个特点。如果考生不能正确理解那些常考搭配、习语的意思，就会影响到对整个句子的理解，从而影响答题。我们将历年六级考试中曾经出现的以及暂时还没有出现，但比较常用的一些搭配、俚语、习语按照常考搭配和常考习语两大类尽数列出，供考生参考。

四、常考句式

听力对话中有一些固定的句式也是六级听力重点考查的内容，如果不理解固定句式的含义，很可能会导致对整个对话或段落的理解错误。另一方面，如果熟悉了一些固定句式的含义，也能帮助考生快速答题。通过分析六级听力历年真题和最新样卷，我们发现，六级考试中常考的句式有以下几种：否定句式、比较句式、让步和转折句式、表达建议等。

1. 否定句式

英语中的否定句式除了可以借助no，not来实现外，还可以用其他的词和词组来表达，在听力中，如果漏掉了这些关键的否定标志，或不熟悉这些表示否定的词组或句型，那么考生很可能会曲解说话者的意图，从而选错答案。例如，2010年6月六级考试中有这样一个句子：Doctor, I haven't been able to get enough sleep lately, and I'm too tired to concentrate in class.（医生，我最近总是无法获得充足的睡眠，我太累了，因此上课不能集中精力。）该句中的too...to...表达的是一个否定意思，整句翻译为“我太累了，因此上课不能集中精力。”句子里没有我们平时熟悉的否定词，但却表达了否定含义。以下我们归纳了一些常见的否定句式供考生参考：

Gas prices hardly affect demand... 汽油价格几乎没有影响需求……

They little expected such a... 他们几乎没有料到这样一个……

He asked for nothing beyond... 他所要求的不过是……

That will never do. 那永远都不会起作用。

It was impossible to... 不可能……

The child was reluctant to... 这个孩子不情愿……

She is unwilling to leave the... 她不愿意离开……

He seldom goes to... 他很少去……

Smokers rarely suffer from... 吸烟者很少遭受……

We scarcely see... 我们几乎看不到……

... is barely good enough. ……勉强刚刚好。

None of them... 他们中没有一个……

He did not...at all. 他完全不……

He left without... 他离开了，没有……

You can do anything but... 除了……之外，你什么事情都可以做。

It is by no means... 它绝非……

I found that it was expensive rather than... 我发现它很贵，绝非……

You are under no circumstances allowed to... 你无论如何都不许……

At no time should the... ……绝不应当……

The internet is in no way a... 互联网绝非是一个……

2. 比较句式

听力考试中考查比较句式的题也很多，这类题目大多是给出一些供比较的对象和相互之间的关系，要求考生根据提问做答。此类题只要把比较对象分清楚，听明白问题是什么，就可以得出答案。例如：2011年6月六级考试中的There isn't much violent crime in a small town like Greenville, or at least not as much as in the large urban areas. （像格林威尔这样的小城市没有太多的暴力犯罪，或者可以说，至少没有大城市那么多。）这句话用了一个not as much as的比较结构，如果考生能听懂这个句式，答题将会很轻松。以下是我们归纳的常见的比较句式：

He knows more...than... 比起……来他更了解……

Her sister needs less...than... 她的妹妹需要的……比……要少

That big building is as...as... 那栋大楼和……一样……

I haven't done as...as... 我做……没有……那么多

His wife earns twice as...as... 他妻子的收入是……的两倍

It was half as...as... 它仅仅和……的一半一样……

The more...the more... 越……，越……

My brother is not the same as... 我弟弟与……不一样

I prefer...to... 比起……我更喜欢……

She would rather...than... 她宁愿……也不愿意……

Her husband is not so much...as... 她的丈夫不如……一样……

I would like...rather than... 我宁愿……而不愿意……

Nobody has more...than... 没有人比……拥有更多……

3. 让步和转折句式

表示让步和转折的句子一般都由特定的词来引导，容易辨认。值得注意的是，在六级听力考试中，表示让步关系句子的关键信息通常是让步状语从句的主句，即让步从句的内容并不是考查的重点；而转折句的关键信息则在but后面的句子中。抓住句子的关键信息，解题就变得容易了。例如，2012年12月六级考试中有这样一个句子：Though Andrea kept her job as a school bus driver, she knew that they couldn't pay their bills and support their youngest of five children, Zac, age nine, on one income. （尽管安德莉亚还保留着校车司机的职位，但她知道仅她的一份收入，他们无法支付账单和供养五个孩子中最小的一个——九岁的扎克。）全句是一个让步状语从句，但关键内容并不是though引导的从句，而是其后的主句：但她知道仅她的一份收入，他们无法支付账单和供养五个孩子中最小的一个——九岁的扎克。表示让步和转折关系的常见句式有：

Although he had only entered the contest for the first time...

Though he is rich...

What do you believe to be true, even though...

They can't now advertise online, even if...

Unless it's right here...

He is extremely angry, while...

...will be used instead, if...

It is great, but...

In spite of illness...

Her sister likes dancing very much, whereas...

Instead of this, maybe you could...

4. 建议句式

短对话中往往出现一个人遇到困难或麻烦，另一个人热心地提出建议的对话内容，此类对话的问题也会围绕建议的内容及其回答展开，因此掌握这些表示建议的句子对解题有很重要的作用。例如2011年12月六级考试中的Why don't you record your notes so you can study on the way？解答此题的关键在于听懂Why don't you之后的内容，即建议将笔记录音，以便在路上复习。类似的常见建议句型还有：

Why don't/not...?

Won't you do...?

Why bother...?

You might as well...

If I were you, I'd...

How about...?

Could/Would you do...?

You'd better...?

You should ...?

Wouldn't...be wiser?

五、虚拟语气

听力考试中常考的语法难点就是虚拟语气，这也是英语语法中的重点和难点。虚拟语气常包含很强烈的感情色彩，在日常对话中十分常见，看起来像陈述句，却表示对事实的虚拟，表示相反的意思。在听力考试中常见的虚拟语气有两种：

1. 表示与事实相反

虚拟语气经常用来表示与事实相反，可以表示与现在事实相反，也可以表示与过去事实相反，还可能表示怀疑或推测。解答含有此类虚拟语气的题目关键在于分清事实与假想，而且一般假想（也就是与事实相反的内容）正是给对方的建议。例如2009年6月六级考试中的一段对话：

M: I'm really exhausted, Mary. But I don't want to miss the Hollywood movie that comes on at 11.

W: If I were you, I'd skip it. We both have to get up early tomorrow. And anyway, I've heard it's not as exciting as advertised.

这里的虚拟语气出现在女士的回答中，女士说“如果我是你，我就不会看。我们明天还要早起。而且那个电影不像广告里宣传得那么好”。由此可以判断，女士建议男士早点睡觉。If I were you, I'd skip it. 表示与事实相反，其中I'd skip it就是给对方的建议。此类虚拟语气的常见形式有：

If + had done, should/would/could/might + have done 表示与过去事实相反

If + did, would/could/might + do 表示与现在事实相反

should/could/might + have done 表示对过去或现在发生动作的怀疑或猜测

must + have done 表示对过去发生动作的肯定性推测

2. 表示遗憾

在六级考试听力测试中除了会考查虚拟语气表示与事实相反的知识点之外，还经常考到用虚拟结构表示遗憾、愿望以及不能实现的事情等，此时说话者的言外之意往往是考查的重点。例如2013年6月六级考试中有这样一段对话：

W: You've been sitting at the computer for hours. Let's take a coffee break, shall we?

M: I wish I could. You know, I'm up to my neck in work. I've got to finish this report. I don't want to miss the deadline.

女：你在电脑前坐了几个小时了。我们喝杯咖啡休息一下，好吗？

男：我希望我能休息，你知道，我的工作忙得不可开交。我得完成这份报告。我不想错过最后期限。

当我们听到男士说I wish I could，其实已经知道他的想法了，就是目前不可能休息一下。言外之意是感到非常遗憾。此类虚拟语气的常见句式有：

wish+that 要是……就好了

if only+that 如果……就好了

第三节　题型攻略





本节将分别从题型分析和应试技巧这两个方面具体介绍六级听力考试的备考攻略。

一、短对话

1. 题型分析

通过研究六级样卷，我们了解到短对话的题目数量仍然是8个，分值不变。样题中的8道题目完全取自2010年到2012年的六级考试短对话真题题目，也就是说改革后短对话的考查形式和内容与老题型保持一致。但通过分析最近几年的六级真题，我们发现六级短对话的难度在逐渐攀升，并且对话的长度也有所增加。经过深入分析，我们总结出六级短对话有以下几个特点：


（1）考查习惯表达


虽然短对话的测试目的在于考查考生获取及挖掘重要信息的能力，但是越来越多的习惯用语或俚语已经成为解题的关键，可见这是在间接考查词组惯用法，关于这一点我们在第二节的“常考搭配与习语”部分已经提到。


（2）英、美音混用


六级听力采用英、美专家混合录音的形式，语调接近实际生活的自然表达，真实再现对话内容，通过英音和美音的交替使用让考生适应不同语言的特点，这也是六级听力的特色之一，并不局限于短对话中。


（3）句式变换多样


六级短对话多采用日常生活中使用的口语，句子的变化很多，各种句式都有，如陈述句、疑问句、祈使句、反问句等。大部分为简单句，有少量的并列句和主从复合句，如2010年12月六级考试听力真题中的But in the letter, I just told him frankly I could no longer live with his poor management and stupid decisions. 复杂句式的出现也使得短对话变得越来越长。


（4）推断题增多


近几年来六级听力考试的短对话的问题类型逐渐向短文理解的提问方式靠拢，问题主要涉及有关对话的主题、推断说话人的意图和态度等，要求对短对话进行整体把握。而以往有关时间、地点、人物身份、人物关系和数字计算等细节类题型则越来越少。因此，在听对话时，要尽量把对话双方的话语听完整，而不能只注意第二个对话者的内容，或者片面的词句。

2. 应试技巧

我们把六级短对话的题型分为信息明示题和综合推断题两类，所谓信息明示题就是细节题，考生可以从对话给出的信息直接获得答案，而综合推断题则需要考生综合对话双方提供的信息进行简单推理而得出答案。


（1）信息明示题


此类题是就对话中的关键信息进行考查，其选项的特点为：与对话中的句子相同或结构相似的选项大多是干扰项，而与对话的语义相同或相近的不同词或不同结构表达才是正确选项，就是通常所说的同义转述。同义转述包括对单词、短语和句子的转述，考生可以在平时多积累一些同义单词、词组的表达，以便考试时转换自如。下面分别对这三种同义转述的情况举例说明：


①单词的转述，
 如2013年6月六级真题第11题：

［A］She has completely recovered.

［B］She went into shock after an operation.

［C］She is still in a critical condition.

［D］She is getting much better.

W: I was shocked to hear of your wife's illness. Is she going to be all right?

M: At first, the doctors weren't sure, but she's really improved. She'll be home next week.


Q: What do we learn about the man's wife from the conversation?


分析：对话中女士说听说男士的妻子病了，男士回答说有所好转，下周就要回家了，故选D。improved与get much better属于同义转述。


②对短语的转述，
 如2012年12月六级真题第13题：

［A］His trip to Hawaii has used up all his money.

［B］He usually checks his brakes before a trip.

［C］His trip to Hawaii was not enjoyable.

［D］He can't afford to go traveling yet.

W: Have you saved enough money for a trip to Hawaii?

M: Not even close. My uncle must put the brakes on my traveling plans.


Q: What does the man mean?


分析：对话中女士问男士是否攒够去夏威夷旅行的钱，男士表示还差很多，叔叔限制他的旅行。由此可知，男士还承担不起去夏威夷旅行的费用。选项中的can't afford to就是对原文中put the brakes on的同义转述，故选D。


③对句子的转述，
 如2012年12月六级真题第12题：

［A］The man should keep his words.

［B］Karen can take her to the airport.

［C］Karen always supports her at work.

［D］She regrets asking the man for help.

M: I know I promise to drive you to the airport next Thursday, but I'm afraid something has come up. They've called a special meeting at work.

W: No big deal. Karen said she was available as a back-up.


Q: What does the woman mean?


分析：对话中男士提出自己向女士承诺送她去机场，但是自己有事去不了。女士则说No big deal. Karen said she was available as a back-up. （不要紧，凯伦说她有空，可以作后备）。而选项中的Karen can take her to the airport正是对这句话的同义转述，故选B。


（2）综合推断题


我们把短对话中的观点态度题以及请求建议题统称为综合推断题，下面分别就这两种题型分析应试技巧。


①观点态度题，
 通常是就对话中一人的态度或观点发问，有时观点和态度在对话中会直接表达出来，但在大多数情况下，说话人的观点和态度不会直接表达出来，要从其语气、语调等方面进行推理和判断，要注意说话者的言外之意。

如2013年6月六级真题第14题：

［A］She left her work early to get some bargains last Saturday.

［B］She attended the supermarket's grand opening ceremony.

［C］She drove a full hour before finding a parking space.

［D］She failed to get into the supermarket last Saturday.

M: Lisa, have you been to the new supermarket yet?

W: Yes, and no. I went there last Saturday for their grand opening sale, but I drove around the parking lot for nearly an hour, looking for a space before I finally gave up and came home.


Q: What does the woman mean?


分析：女士说超市开业大酬宾，她去了，但在超市外找车位找了一个小时没找到，结果回家了，由此可知她没能进入超市。故选D。


②请求建议题，
 对话中经常有一方提出请求或问题，另一方给出建议，无论是提出请求还是给出建议都有可能成为出题点，因此在听到有关请求或建议的句子时要特别留意其请求或建议的内容。

如2012年12月六级真题第15题：

［A］Send Professor Smith a letter.

［B］Apply to three graduate schools.

［C］Present a new letter of reference.

［D］Submit no more than three letters.

W: Three letters of recommendation are required to apply to graduate schools. I was wondering if the one Prof. Smith wrote for me last year could still be used.

M: It's a bit dated. You'd better submit a recent one.


Q: What does the man suggest the woman do?


分析：男士提到You'd better...，这是一个典型的建议句式，由后面的内容可知，男士是建议女士提交一封最近的推荐信，故选C。

常见的关于建议的句式可参考第二节“常考句式”的相关内容。

二、长对话

1. 题型分析

长对话共有两段，一段设有3个题目，一段有4个题目。和短对话一样，长对话通常也是男女对话，第三个说话人就对话内容提出问题。每组对话平均长度为250～320个词，选用访谈、广播电视节目、讨论某一话题等更具真实性的材料，这一点在六级样卷中体现得比较明显。

长对话实际上在形式上只是短对话的扩充，是介于短对话和短文理解之间的过渡题型，其信息量与短文理解类似。其内容也往往跟考生的学习、生活息息相关，新闻访谈类对话则与事实相关，比如当今比较热门的话题或者现场采访等。通过对最新六级样题中长对话题型的分析，我们发现长对话题型可大致分为谈话主题型和具体事实型两类。


（1）谈话主题型


这类题考查对对话主题的把握，要求考生能够领会对话所谈论的话题或对象，通常只有1道题，最多2道，类似短文理解中的主旨题。常见的提问方式有：

What are the two speakers talking about?

What is the conversation mainly about?

What is the man/woman doing?


（2）具体事实型


这类题考查对对话中细节内容的捕捉和理解，比例很大，主要是就对话中涉及的关键信息提出问题，包括有关人物、事件、地点、时间、原因、目的、数字等，与短对话中的信息明示题很相似。常见的提问方式有：

What is...going to do?

What's the most important in...?

What does the man/woman mean?

What does the man/woman think of...?

Why does the man/woman suggest...?

What does the man/woman say about...?

What do we learn from the conversation?

What can be inferred from the conversation?

2. 应试技巧

如上所述，长对话题型与短对话和短文理解类似，这里我们就不再从题型的角度来分析解题技巧，而是根据长对话本身所具备的特点来分析应试窍门。


（1）抓紧时间快速浏览选项


在听音之前的间隙快速浏览一下各选项，特别是要注意重复出现的词或相关内容，考生可能会由此猜出对话的主题，如名称、地点等，这样在听的时候就容易抓住重点，有的放矢。

以2013年8月公布的最新六级样卷中第二个长对话为例：


	［A］Good or bad, they are there to stay.

［B］Believe it or not, they have survived.

［C］Like it or not, you have to use them.

［D］Gain or lose, they should be modernised.

	［A］The frequent train delays.

［B］The monopoly of British Railways.

［C］The food sold on the trains.

［D］The high train ticket fares.

	［A］Competition from other modes of transport.

［B］The low efficiency of their operation.

［C］Constant complaints from passengers.

［D］The passing of the new transport act.

	［A］They will be de-nationalised.

［B］They lose a lot of money.

［C］They are fast disappearing.

［D］They provide worse service.



快速浏览选项，可以看到train delays，British Railways, train ticket fares，transport, passengers, service等词，由这些词可以推断出对话可能与英国铁路或交通工具有关。如果还有时间还可以仔细看一下各个选项，12题是对they的一些描述，由下面三个题可大概判断they指的就是British Railways；13题描述了British Railways的一些问题；14题是British Railways面临的一些外部的competition，内部的low efficiency，来自游客的complaints，以及new transport act的颁布；15题描述的是they的de-nationalised，lose a lot of money，disappearing，worse service。听录音时，重点听they指代什么。有了这些简单的推测考生在听录音时就可以选择重点信息仔细听，无关紧要的信息就可以大胆放弃。


（2）注意长对话的开头和结尾


长对话的开头和结尾都很重要，如果开头是套话，则可以把主要精力放在后面的谈话内容上，因为谈话内容才是出题重点，要避免在不必要的地方浪费精力。如果不是套话，则很可能由此确定对话的中心及发生场景。

以最新六级样卷第一个长对话为例：


	［A］To test how responsive dolphins are to various signals.

［B］To examine how long it takes dolphins to acquire a skill.

［C］To see if dolphins can learn to communicate with each other.

［D］To find out if the female dolphin is cleverer than the male one.




Q: What is the purpose of Dr Jarvis Bastian's experiment?


W: One of the most interesting experiments with dolphins must be one done by Dr Jarvis Bastian. What he tried to do was to teach a male dolphin called Buzz and a female called Doris to communicate with each other across a solid barrier.

分析：对话开头即揭示了整个对话的主题——Jarvis进行了一个最有趣的海豚实验，对话接下来具体说明该实验的目的，故选C。


（3）注意长对话中的问答


对话中谈论一个问题时，经常会采用一问一答的形式，这时要重点掌握对问题的回答，因为那很可能就是某道题目的答案或答案依据。

以2010年12月真题的第19题为例：


	［A］Unique descriptive skills.

［B］Good knowledge of reader's tastes.

［C］Colourful world experiences.

［D］Careful plotting and clueing.




Q: What is the key to write a good classical detective story according to the man?


W: When you write a novel, do you know where you're going, Dr. James?

M: Yes, you must, really, if you're writing the classical detective story, because it must be so carefully plotted and so carefully clued...

分析：对话开头女士问男士在写一部小说时知不知道小说的发展方向，男士提到要写经典侦探小说就要预先知道小说的发展方向，因为侦探小说的情节和线索都要精心安排，由此可知要写好侦探小说，关键是要精心安排情节和线索，故选D。


（4）注意记录主要信息


在听的过程中不要因为一个地方没听清楚或没明白就抓住不放，这样可能会导致漏听后面的内容，得不偿失。如果可以，要边听边做笔记，把没听明白的地方和问题中出现的相关信息记下来，当然不用全记下来，只要用自己能看懂的几个字母或符号就可以，然后在全部做完之后根据对话主题猜测没明白的地方，最终得出答案。

三、短文理解

1. 题型分析

短文理解是历年六级听力必考的传统题型，每套试卷共3篇，每篇平均长度在240～270词之间，共10题，其中两篇设3道题，一篇设4道题。

短文理解材料的题材主要涉及英美国家的社会、教育、文化、体育、科学、技术、风俗、人情、历史及地理等方面，包括社会问题、人物传记、科技发现及应用和历史事件、轶事等常识性材料，通俗易懂。其词汇一般不超过考试大纲所规定的六级词汇。体裁主要有叙事型、说明型、议论型和新闻报道。

短文理解的问题顺序一般是按照短文内容的先后顺序设定，且设置均匀，题型主要有信息明示题、综合推断题和主旨题三种。


（1）信息明示题


这类题就文章中涉及的重要或关键信息提出问题，与短对话的信息明示题和长对话的具体事实题很相似，可以参照以上相关内容。但是它也有其自身的特点，短文理解的文章比较长，涉及的有关人物、事件、地点、时间、原因、目的、数字等具体细节比较多，信息量大，题材广泛，句子长且较复杂，有可能几个选项在文章中都有所提及，这就要求对这几个选项进行辨别和区分。要仔细听，注意区别，选出符合题意的选项。常见的提问方式有：

Why is it necessary for...to do...?

How long/many/much...?

What is the probable cause of...?

Where do...take place?

What is...going to do?

What's the most important in...?

（2）综合推断题

综合推断题是六级听力短文理解中最难的部分，在文章中无法直接找到答案，要根据听到的信息进行加工、推理和分析，领会说话人的态度、感情和真实意图，理解含蓄表达及其隐含意义，对多条信息进行分析、筛选、归纳后再做综合判断。常见的提问方式有：

How does the speaker feel about?

What is the speaker's attitude?

What can be inferred from this passage?

What do we learn about...from the passage?

What can we conclude from the passage?

What conclusion can be drawn/arrived at from the passage?


（3）主旨题


主旨题考查的是考生对文章全局的把握以及归纳推断能力，主要涉及短文的主题或中心思想，对记忆力和推断能力的要求要比听力短对话高很多。短文的首句和尾句常常是主题句。主题句在段首时，文章就会对观点展开论述；主题句在段尾时，文章会先引入话题，加以分析，最后得出结论。四个选项一般以短语的形式出现。常见的提问方式有：

What is the purpose of the passage?

What does the passage mainly discuss?

What does the lecture seem to concentrate on?

What is the passage mainly about?

What is the main idea/subject of this passage?

What is this passage mainly/primarily concerned?

2. 应试技巧

听力短文理解篇幅较长，信息量较大，但每篇文章后仅有3～4个小问题，其中绝大多数信息是多余的、重复的。因此我们可以从短文理解题目设置的规律来判断听录音时应该重点注意的地方。


（1）注意听清文章的前两句


段首句或第二句开门见山引出主题或故事发生的环境，通常都是出题点。以2013年6月六级真题听力短文理解的passage 2第29题为例：


	［A］A diary.

［B］A fairy tale.

［C］A history textbook.

［D］A biography.




Q: What kind of book is the speaker introducing?



听力原文：



Biography of John Muir
 —John Muir's own writings to bring readers a life story of this remarkable man who did so much to raise America's awareness of environmental issues.

分析：题干问“说话者正在介绍哪种书？”短文开头提到“约翰·缪尔自己的书《约翰·缪尔自传》带给读者这个卓越的人的生活故事”，故选D。


（2）注意听清文章的转折处


转折关系处是听力短文理解最常见的考点，听到but，however等转折关系词时，要尤其注意其后面的句子，因为这往往就是出题点。如2010年12月六级听力中第27题：

［A］How humans are to cope with global warming.

［B］How unstable the West Antarctic ice sheet is.

［C］How vulnerable the coastal cities are.

［D］How polar ice impacts global weather.


Q: What did scientists disagree on?



听力原文：


Surrounded by open ocean, it is also vulnerable, but Antarctic experts disagree strongly on just how unstable it is.

分析：题干问“科学家们在什么问题上意见不一致？”短文中but后提到，他们在冰原到底有多脆弱的问题上意见不一致，故得答案B。


（3）注意研究结果表达处


听力短文经常出现一些科技小品文，这些文章必然会论述一些科学成果或研究发现，关键词是found，finding，results，suggest等。如2010年12月六级听力中第29题：

［A］The West Antarctic region was once an open ocean.

［B］The West Antarctic ice sheet was about 7,000 feet thick.

［C］The West Antarctic ice sheet was once floating ice.

［D］The West Antarctic region used to be warmer than today.


Q：What did scientists' latest findings suggest?



听力原文：


Within samples collected from the solid substance lying beneath the ice, they found fossils of microscopic marine plants which suggest that the region was once open ocean not solid ice.

分析：短文提到，从采集自冰层之下的固体物质样本中，他们（科学家）发现了海洋微生物的化石，表明该地区（即南极冰原西部地带）曾是一片开阔的海洋，选项A的描述符合此意，故选A。出题点就在found处。


（4）注意人物观点引言处


听力短文中经常会出现某人say或think、believe等观点表达处，此处也是常见的出题点。如2010年12月六级听力中第32题：

［A］When the system is down.

［B］When new links are set up.

［C］When the URL is reused.

［D］When the server is restarted.


Q: When will the unwanted data eventually disappear from Facebook according to the company?



听力原文：


In the case of Facebook, the company says data may hang around until the URL in question is reused, which is usually “after a short period of time”, though obviously that time can vary considerably.

分析：短文最后提到，Facebook公司人员说要求被删除的数据的网址在没有被重新使用前数据会一直存留在网页上，由此可知，当不需要的数据的地址被重新使用后这些数据才会从网上消失，故选C。出题点就在says处。


（5）注意因果关系处


短文中出现because，why，so，therefore，reason，as a result of，as等表因果关系的词的地方往往也是出题点。如2013年6月六级听力中第28题：

［A］Good interpersonal relationships.

［B］Rich working experience.

［C］Sophisticated equipment.

［D］High motivation.


Q：What does the speaker say contributes to effectively pursuing a technical task?



听力原文：


When these people run up against a technical problem, to which they'd have to turn to someone else for an answer, they'd e-mail and get an answer right away, because they built up networks of people before they needed them. The other people would email and wait up to 2 weeks for an answer. So you can see how being good in the interpersonal realm actually was a direct benefit, even for effectively pursuing a technical task.

分析：短文最后提到“因此，你能看出善于人际交往是一个直接的益处，甚至对于有效地处理技术工作也是有益处的。”也就是说好的人际关系是有益的。故选A。此处听到so要注意后面的表达。

四、短文听写

1. 题型分析

2013年8月的改革中，四、六级听力变化最大的部分就是短文听写。以往的短文听写是填写8个单词和3个长句子，而新的短文听写则要求填写单词或词组，题目数量缩减到了10个，六级短文听写文章的长度为240～270词，难度、题材、体裁与短文理解部分的文章大致相同。录音还是播放三遍，但原第二遍中三个长句听写处的长时间停顿没有了，即三遍均是匀速播放，第一遍放音时，要求考生获取文章大意，第二遍放音，要求考生填写文章所缺单词或词组，第三遍放音，供考生检查答案。下面我们从单词和词组两个方面来分析一下短文听写的出题点：


（1）单词


单词听写部分主要考查对单词语音的辨别能力和拼写能力。在考查上有以下特点：


①考查实词为主
 。从历年考过的真题及样题中可以看出，短文听写所考查的单词都是实词，包括名词、动词、形容词和副词。


②主要考查四、六级大纲范围内拼写极易出错的核心词

（2）词组

2. 应试技巧

短文听写考查多种语言能力，如单词拼写、语句理解、语法知识、速记能力和短时记忆力等，因此难度也就增加了。下面是进行短文听写时的注意事项。


（1）预览题目


短文听写的Directions比较长，可以用这些时间来浏览全文，了解文章大意。可以的话，预测一下空格的词性和词义。


（2）留意空格前后内容


单词听写时一定要联系空格的上下文，以最新样卷为例：

...Later we interact with teachers, friends, _____ partners, and co-workers who communicate their views of us. ...

分析：尽管少一个词，但是我们仍可以看出句子的意思是：随后，我们会和那些对我们发表意见的老师、朋友、恋人以及同事进行交往。因为partners是名词，所以前面很可能是形容词，根据录音可以听出是romantic，所以romantic partners是指恋人。


（3）不能立刻答出的题先做好笔记


在听写时，如果不会拼写单词，或者不能马上想起来对应的词，可以根据听到的音把读音记下来，不要过于纠缠，以免影响后面要听的内容。待录音都播放完之后再根据上下文，结合上面提到的办法猜测词义及具体形式，判断填入的是形容词、词组还是名词等。一般名词前有冠词、形容词或介词，形容词前有副词和系动词，而副词前面则经常是动词。


（4）听写词组时，能记下什么先写下什么


在听写词组的时候如果很难完全听出是某个词组时，则先将你所能听到的部分写在草稿纸上，对于其中没有听出来的核心词汇则可以先将其音记录下来（用拼音缩写或者一个你认为听上去很像的一个单词代替），在听下一遍时再着重细听该处，并结合上下文补全该词组。如最新样卷中：

分析：听的过程中如果未能听出缺失词组is linked to的核心词汇linked，则可以先记录下is和to，中间的linked则用拼音缩写linkt或者其他的lian之类先写下来，在听第二遍或第三遍时结合上下文及语法知识着重听此处，将该词组辨认出来。


（5）通读原文检查


做完题后要进行核对，认真核对拼写、时态、语态、单复数、第三人称单数等。同时还要争取把不肯定的地方都确定下来，如果仍然有空格没有填出来，就根据记忆，联系上下文和句子结构做出判断。

Passage One

Freezing can keep food fresh and safe to eat. Freezing lowers the food temperature below zero degrees Celsius. That is the point where water turns to ice.

To start the freezing process, it is important to lower the temperature to between minus fifteen and minus twenty degrees Celsius as quickly as possible.
 The faster the freezing process, the fresher the taste of the food.

Fruits and vegetables can spread out inside the freezer. Once the food is frozen, it should be placed in containers and then stored at a temperature of about minus twenty degrees Celsius.

Fruits are usually not cooked before they are frozen. This allows them to keep their fresh taste. The simplest way to prepare fruits is to cut them up and place them in a container inside the freezer. In some cases it is better to permit the fruit to freeze before putting it in the container. This will keep it from sticking to the container.
 This is called the “dry pack” method.

The second way is the “wet pack” method. The fruit is prepared along with some of its liquid or juice. You can add some sugar to fruits that are naturally juicy. The sugar sweetens the fruit and brings out its natural juices.


Once foods have been unfrozen, they should not be frozen again. There is a danger of food poisoning if food is frozen more than once.

Passage Two

The United States has more than 3,000 colleges and universities. Most require high school students to take an admissions test, either the SAT or the ACT. But some have reconsidered.

The activist organization FairTest opposes the requirements. It lists more than 700 individual schools now where testing is optional. Students can provide their results, but only if they want to.


A number of the schools are related as campuses within university systems. Yet in some cases, it appears that other campuses do still require testing.


Testing critics say one reason to drop the requirement is that preparing for the tests takes away too much time from schoolwork, and life. They say the requirement places too much importance on one test and causes too much stress for students.


Still, critics question just how much the tests really show about a student. They say higher scores in some cases might only show that a student's family had the money for costly test-preparation classes.

One of the first colleges to drop the requirement was Bates College in Maine in 1984. Over the next 20 years, it compared students who provided their test scores and those who did not. The study found that grades and graduation rates were the same.

Passage Three

Two new American studies are adding to our understanding of women and their sense of smell.


The first study showed that women appear to like the smell of men whose genes are similar to the women's fathers.
 Scientists at the University of Chicago in Illinois described their experiment in Nature Genetics
 magazine.

The scientists asked a group of 49 women to smell several boxes. Each box had a different smell. The women were asked which box they would choose if they had to smell it all the time.
 They were not told what each box contained.

The ten boxes contained pieces of clothing called T-shirts. Some of the T-shirts contained a common smell of a substance found around the house. Each of the other 6 T-shirts had been worn by a man for 2 days. The 6 men who wore the T-shirts were told to avoid activities that produced strong smells.


The scientists tested the genes of the men and women in the study. They examined a special group of genes called M-H-C genes.

The scientists found that the women did not choose the smells of men with genes totally similar to their own. However, women generally liked the smell of men whose M-H-C genes were similar to the genes that were passed to the women from their fathers.
 There was no such relationship between a woman and genes from her mother.

A second study found that women can improve their ability to recognize smells by smelling them repeatedly. Scientists at the Monell Chemical Senses Center in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, organized this study. They reported the findings in Nature Neuroscience
 magazine.


Scientists say their findings may explain why women are more likely than men to be troubled by smells in the environment.

Section C

A new federal study shows that adults have made little progress in their reading skills.

The National Assessment of Adult Literacy is the most (26) 
significant

 test of how well adult Americans can read. Researchers tested 19,000 people over the age of sixteen. Those (27) 
respondents

 were tested on how well they could read and understand information used in everyday life.

The study shows that more than 40% of adults can perform only simple reading (28) 
activities

 . For many, even that can be difficult.

Researchers say part of the problem is that many young Americans do not read as much for (29) 
pleasure

 anymore. Also, there are greater numbers of non-English speaking immigrants.

Reading skills can directly affect the ability to (30) 
earn a living

 . The best readers were found to earn up to 28,000 dollars a year more than those who lacked simple reading skills. Yet, (31) 
compared to

 the previous study, adult reading skills were about the same or lower across every level of education. This was true even among people who have completed college.

By race and (32) 
ethnic

 group, blacks and Asians had the biggest increases in English reading skills. But levels decreased among Hispanics. Experts say, however, that while many Hispanics (33)

 read in English, they may read well in Spanish.

Overall, American adults improved the most in answering questions that involved numbers. Even so, the test found that the (34) 
average

 adult cannot do much more than perform simple, everyday math. The Department of Education says the literacy findings show the need for reforms (35) 
especially

 at the high school level.

Section B

Passage One

Language experts say that spoken English was almost the same in the American colonies and Britain. Americans began to change the sound of their speech after the Revolutionary War in 1776. They wanted to separate themselves from the British in language as they had separated themselves from the British government.


Some American leaders proposed major changes in the language. Benjamin Franklin wanted a new system of spelling. His reforms were rejected. But his ideas influenced others. One was Noah Webster.

Webster wrote language books for schools. He thought Americans should learn from American books. He published his first spelling book in 1783. Webster published The American Dictionary of the English Language
 in 1828.
 It established rules for speaking and spelling the words used in American English.

Webster believed that British English spelling rules were too complex. So he worked to establish an American version of the English language. For example, he spelled the word “center: c-e-n-t-e-r” instead of the British spelling “c-e-n-t-r-e”. He spelled the word “humor: h-u-m-o-r” instead of “h-u-m-o-u-r” as it is spelled in Britain.

Noah Webster said every part of a word should be spoken. That is why Americans say “fac-to-ry” instead of “fac-try” as the British do. Webster's rule for saying every part of a word made American English easier for immigrants to learn.
 For example, they learned to say “waist-coat” the way it is spelled instead of the British “wes-kit”.

The different languages of the immigrants who came to the United States also helped make American English different from British English. Many foreign words and expressions became part of English as Americans speak it.

Passage Two

Computer people talk a lot about the need for other people to become “computer-literate”, in other words, to learn to understand computers and what makes them tick. Not all experts agree, however, that is a good idea.

One pioneer, in particular, who disagrees is David Tebbutt, the founder of Computertown U.K. Although many people see this as a successful attempt to bring people closer to the computer, David does not see it that way. He says that Computertown U.K. was formed for just the opposite reason—to bring computers to the people and make them “people-literate”.


David first got the idea when he visited one of America's best-known computer “guru” figures, Bob Albrecht, in the small university town of Palo Alto in Northern California. Albrecht had started a project called Computertown U.S.A. in the local library
 , and the local children used to call round every Wednesday to borrow some time on the computers there, instead of borrowing library books. Albrecht was always on hand to answer any question and to help the children discover computers in their own way.

Over here, in Britain, Computertowns have taken off in a big way, and there are now about 40 scattered over the country. David Tebbutt thinks they are most successful when tied to a computer club. He insists there is a vast and important difference between the two, although they complement each other.


The clubs cater for the enthusiasts, with some computer knowledge already
 , who get together and eventually form an expert computer group. This frightens away non-experts, who are happier going to Computertowns where there are computers available for them to experiment on
 , with experts available to encourage them and answer any question; they are not told what to do, they find out.

选D，综合推断题。文章最后指出，电脑俱乐部迎合的是拥有一些电脑知识的电脑狂热者，而去电脑城的则是那些非专业人士，由此可知，两者是面对不同人群的，故选D。Tebbutt认为电脑城在与电脑俱乐部联合时才是最为成功的，故排除A。原文并未提及电脑城和电脑俱乐部哪个更成功、更受欢迎，故排除B、C。

Passage Three


Farmers are the biggest users of freshwater resources.
 The Food and Agriculture Organization says agriculture uses 70 percent of all surface water supplies. That is the world average. Without the right measures, agriculture can be a major cause of water pollution. But solutions do not have to cost much. There are simple methods for farms of any size to reduce or prevent pollution of water supplies. We are going to talk about a few of them.


The first deals with fertilizers and poisons. One way such chemicals can enter the environment is when they are not stored correctly. Stored chemicals can slowly leak into the soil and get into groundwater.
 To help avoid such problems, chemicals should be kept in structures with a floor made of cement.

Farm animals can also pollute water supplies. Animals like cattle, pigs, sheep and goats are often left to feed on grass in open fields bordered by streams or rivers. Large animals loosen dirt and rocks as they walk along waterways to drink. Animal waste also enters water supplies. Experts say it is important to keep large farm animals away from water supplies with the use of a fence or barrier.
 Instead of leading animals to water, bring the water to them. It does not have to be transported long distances. Farmers can send water through pipes to a watering area for their animals with a pump powered by electricity or fuel. Human-powered treadle pump is another solution. These methods will not solve all water quality problems. But they are good first steps.

24. How do you prevent large farm animals from polluting water according to the experts?

Researchers at the University of Southern California and the University of Hawaii (27) 
cooperatively

 did the new study.

The eight-year study involved more than 180,000 people. They provided details about their tobacco use and their (28) 
diet

 as well as other information. They included current and former smokers and people who never smoked. Almost 2,000 people in the study (29) 
were diagnosed with

 lung cancer.

Researchers say (30) 
genetics

 might help explain the ethnic differences. There could be differences in how people's bodies (31) 
react to

 smoke. But environmental influences, including the way people smoke, could also (32) 
make a difference

 .

African-Americans and Latinos in the study reported smoking the fewest cigarettes per day. Whites were the heaviest smokers. But the scientists note that blacks have been reported to breathe smoke more deeply than white smokers. This could fill their lungs with more of the (33) 
chemicals

 in tobacco that cause cancer.

Many researchers disagree not only about the effect of race on the risk of disease, but even about the meaning of race. Yet scientists know that some diseases effect different groups differently. And some drug companies have begun to develop (34) 
racially

 targeted medicines.

Last June, the United States Food and Drug Administration approved a drug designed to treat heart failure in black patients. The name is BiDil. The agency called it “a step toward the promise of (35) 
personalized

 medicine.”

Section B

Passage One

Scientists in Canada say big ocean fish have almost disappeared from the world since the start of industrial fishing in the 1950s. The scientists found that populations of large fish like tuna, swordfish and cod have dropped by 90 percent in the past fifty years.


The study took 10 years. The researchers gathered records from fishing businesses and governments around the world. The magazine Nature
 published the findings.


The scientists say the common method called longline fishing is especially damaging to populations of large fish.
 This method involves many fishing lines connected to one boat. These wires can be close to 100 kilometers long. They hold thousands of sharp metal hooks to catch fish.

Longline fishing is especially common in the Japanese fishing industry. Records showed that Japanese boats used to catch about 10 fish for every 100 hooks. The study says longline fishing boats now might catch one fish per hundred hooks.

Modern methods also include the use of satellites and underwater radar to find fish.

The scientists say industrial fishing can destroy groups of fish much faster than in the past. The study suggests that whole populations can disappear almost completely from new fishing areas within 10 to 15 years.

Ransom Meyers of Dalhousie University in Nova Scotia led the study with Boris Worm of Dalhousie and the University of Kiel in Germany. Mr. Worm says the destruction could lead to a complete re-organization of ocean life systems. Mr. Meyers says the decreased numbers of large fish is not the only worry. He says even populations that are able to reproduce do not get the chance to live long enough to grow as big as their ancestors. He says not only are there fewer big fish, they are smaller than those of the past.

Passage Two

Everyone has heard of a heart attack. But what about a “brain attack”? Some medical experts say that is one way to think of a stroke.


On December 18th, Israeli Prime Minister Ariel Sharon suffered a minor stroke. Then, last Wednesday, the 77-year-old leader had a severe stroke with bleeding in the brain.

There are two major kinds of strokes. The more common is an ischemic stroke. A blood clot blocks or restricts the flow of blood to the brain. Brain cells begin to die.

About 90 percent of strokes are the ischemic kind. Hemorrhagic strokes are more serious. A blood vessel in the brain bursts. There is bleeding into or around the brain.



Mr. Sharon had to have operations to stop the bleeding.
 Doctors also took another step to ease the pressure on his brain. They gave him drugs to create what is known as a medically induced coma. Then, on Monday, they began to wake him.

Doctors reported signs of improvement in his condition. But it was too soon to measure possible brain damage.

Each side of the brain controls the opposite side of the body. In most people, the left side of the brain controls speech and language.
 Experts say a stroke on the right side, like Mr. Sharon had, often causes some loss of movement.

Overweight people are at greater risk of a stroke. Other risk factors include high blood pressure, smoking, diabetes and high cholesterol levels in the blood.

19. What's a “brain attack” according to the passage?

21. If a person has a stroke on the left side of the brain, what will happen?

选D，综合推断题。文章指出，大部分人的左脑控制语言表达，而人的右脑中风常会导致人无法运动。由此可知，人的左脑中风可能会导致人不能说话，故选D。

Passage Three

About 500,000 students took the SAT college-admissions test last October. The College Board, which owns the test, says about 5,000 of them received wrong scores
 .


The problem became known after 2 students questioned their scores.
 They asked to have their tests scored again, this time by hand instead of by computer. Further investigation led to more and more wrongly scored tests. Most of the scores were too low.

College Board spokesman Brian O'Reilly says only four students gained 300 points or more. He says most gained 90 points or less. A perfect SAT score is 2,400 points.

The College Board is not telling students or colleges about scores that were too high. Mr. O'Reilly says students should not be punished for something out of their control.


He says the scores were no more than 50 points too high. He tells us correcting them would not have affected college acceptance decisions.

The tests went to a processing center in Texas. Pearson Educational Measurement has scored the SAT for the College Board since March of last year. The company took the place of E.T.S., the Educational Testing Service.


The College Board says humidity in the air caused the paper to expand and change the position of the answers. It says the problem affected tests with light or incomplete answer marks.


Mr. O'Reilly says Pearson has already corrected the problem. He says the company has improved its computer systems and will now scan all answers two times.

The College Board has asked schools to reconsider any students they rejected before their SAT scores were increased. Higher education officials say acceptance decisions are based only partly on test scores, but higher scores can mean more financial aid.

M: That' true, but Oki didn't start out in the southwest, you know. She lived in New York for years, and she did some very impressive painting there.

W: I guess you mean skyscraper series. It's funny I never really thought about where she paint them before.

M: It was New York. She got a lot of when living there. She didn't always enjoy it, but later on she said being around so many artists there help to develop her on artistic vision.

W: That's a new way to look at the city. Now I have to find an affordable place to live in.

14. Why does the woman want to go to the southwest?

* 解析

选C，综合推断题。女士说她下定决心要去西部，男士问她是否要去加利福尼亚，女士说她要去的是西南部的沙漠，男士又问为何是沙漠，女士说她最喜欢的艺术家George Oki曾在那里创作出非常好的作品，因此本题选C。

15. Where will the woman probably spend her summer vacation?

* 解析

选B，综合推断题。男士说，女士最喜欢的艺术家在纽约居住期间收获很多，尽管她并不总是喜欢住在那里，但她表示在那儿和那么多艺术家在一起帮她提高了艺术鉴赏力。女士回应说，那是看待那座城市的新方式，现在她得找一个交得起房租的地方居住。由此可知，女士听了男士的话最终应该决定去纽约，故选B。

Section B

Passage One

Stocks, bonds, land—people invest in different things and for different reasons. But all investors share the same goal. They want to get more money out of their investment than they put into it. So investors have to decide how much risk they are willing to take and for how long.

One choice for people who want a low-risk investment is the money market. Usually individuals do this through money market mutual funds. Mutual funds are investment pools. They gather the money of many investors. Money market mutual funds earn interest from short-term loans to government and businesses. But the return to investors is low because little risk is involved.


Notes and bonds are loans, too. They have terms from 2 to 30 years. The longer the term of a loan, the greater the risk that the investment will not be repaid. So notes and bonds usually pay higher interest rates than short-term bills or commercial paper.


Millions of people invest in bonds and other debt-based products. This is true especially as people get older and want to reduce the level of risk in their investments.
 But over time, debt-based investments have traditionally provided lower returns than stocks. Stock is a share of ownership in a business.

Common stock gives investors a vote on company issues and leadership. It might also pay a small percentage of its value, a dividend, one or more times a year. Not all stocks pay dividends.
 Some are valued more for their growth. Technology stocks, for example, rarely pay dividends.

18. What can we learn about stocks from the passage?

选B，信息明示题。文章明确指出，并非所有的股票都有股息，举例来说，科技股就很少有股息，但这并不是说除科技股以外的所有股票都有股息，故排除A、C，选B。文章最后提到，优先股的持有者对公司事务没有表决权，故排除D。

Passage Two

The Forest Service is responsible for the forests on public lands in the United States. It supervises almost 78 million hectares of forests, grasslands, rivers and lakes. It is an agency of the Department of Agriculture.

Forest Service officials say there are 4 major threats to forests and wild lands in America.The first is the threat of fire and fuel. This year, forest fires have burned more than 3 million hectares of land. That is almost 2 times as much as the ten-year average.
 Fires are a natural part of forest growth, but they can also threaten lives and property.

Fuel is dead plant material and small plants that grow under tall trees. As much as 49 metric tons of fuel can build up on every hectare of forest floor. The Forest Service estimates that up to one-fourth of the forests it supervises have dangerous levels of fuel. Sometimes foresters set controlled fires to remove the fuel. Other times the fuel must be cleared by hand.


Another threat to forests is from invasive species. These are non-native plants and animals that push out native kinds. They can cause a lot of economic damage. Some invaders are insects like the Asian longhorn beetle. Some are diseases like white pine blister rust. Others are plants like the fast-growing kudzu vine.
 The agency says another threat to the health of wild lands is the loss of open space. It says over 1 hectare of forest or grassland is lost to development every minute.

选B，信息明示题。文章提到，有时林务官员会有节制地放火来清除燃料，其他时候他们就得手工清除燃料，故选B。

21. Which of the following are NOT mentioned as invaders according to the passage?

* 解析

选A。文章提到，有些入侵者是昆虫，有些入侵者是疾病，有些入侵者是植物，但并没有提到人是入侵者，故选A。

Passage Three

Foundations support everything from A to Z—from the arts to zoos. They give away money in the form of grants or provide free services. Governments generally do not tax these organizations.


Wealthy individuals establish most foundations.
 But companies and communities can also form them.

In the United States, the Foundation Center estimates that foundations gave away almost 34,000 million dollars last year. The Giving U.S.A. Foundation says that was about 12 percent of all charitable giving by Americans.


Foundations are required to provide the federal tax agency with information on their financial activities.
 There are groups, like the Foundation Center in New York, that also keep records on foundations. The center, in its most recent report, says the nation had almost 68,000 grant-making foundations in 2004.

That year, about 1,300 new foundations were formed. The increase was small compared to the year 2000, when more than 6,000 new foundations appeared.


The Foundation Center divides private foundations into three groups. Independent foundations are set up by individuals or families. The Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation is an example. There are more than 60,000 independent foundations in the United States, far more than any other kind. Corporate foundations receive money from the companies that created them, but are legally separate. The third kind, operating foundations, use their money to provide programs and services.
 So they generally do not give away grants.


There also are public foundations, or “grant-making public charities”. The New York Community Trust is the largest example.
 Public foundations depend on money from large numbers of individuals and groups. They may also invest in stocks and earn money from selling gifts of property.

24. How many new foundations were formed in 2000?

* 解析

选A，信息明示题。文章指出，2004年新成立了大约1300个基金会，和2000年相比少很多，那年出现了超过6000个新的基金会，即2000年新成立了6000多个基金会，故选A。

25. What is the New York Community Trust?

* 解析

选D，综合推断题。文章最后指出，除了私人基金会以外，还有公共基金会，纽约社区基金会（New York Community Trust）就是规模最大的例子，由此可知，纽约社区基金会应该是公共基金会，故选D。

Q: What can be learned from this conversation?

选A，综合推断题。女士说她过去恐高，而男士说他以前也恐高，后来开始爬山就不再恐高了。由此可推断出两人现在都已经不再恐高，故选A。考生在解答此题时应注意used to和until的特点，前者表示“以前曾经怎样，后来不这样了”，后者表示“直到……才”，暗含前后内容相反的意味。

* 考点

①used to do sth.意为“过去常常”，表示现已不存在的习惯或状态。如：We used to swim every day when we were children. （当我们还是孩子时，我们每天都去游泳。）

Q: Why didn't the woman watch the movie last night?


* 解析

选B，综合推断题。女士说自己本来打算看电影的，可她堂姐碰巧来拜访，她们已经一年多没有见面了。由此推断，女士因为和堂姐聊天，所以没有看那部电影，故选B。

10. Why can't the woman find the book?

选C，信息明示题。男士说女士的教授把那本书储备起来了，那就意味着她不能在原来的架子上找到那本书，故选C。对话中并没有说明当时是否有人在储备室里读那本书，故排除D。

11. Where can the woman read the book she needs?

* 解析

选B，综合推断题。男士说如果一本书被储备起来的话，学生可以去储备室找图书管理员要那本书，学生有几个小时来阅读那本书，但必须在图书馆里读。由此可知，女士只能在图书馆里读那本她找的书，故选B。

12. What is one of the woman's concerns about the dog?

选D，综合推断题。在男士提到他家的狗时，女士说，上次的意外事故让她的腿至今还疼着。由此可以推断是男士的狗咬了她，女士有些担心这方面的问题。而选项D“它可能有点攻击性”恰好符合此意，故选D。

选C，综合推断题。男士向女士交代，他的狗喜欢在下午3点看第4频道的肥皂剧，并交代在下午4点左右给它喂食后记得帮它刷牙。由此可推知，在3点到4点之间，她应该让狗看电视节目，故选C。

14. How will the dog feel if the woman doesn't scratch him around the ears?

* 解析

选B，信息明示题。男士在告诉女士要帮狗梳毛的时候特别嘱咐，别忘记在狗的耳朵四周抓抓，否则它就会觉得被忽视了，故选B。

15. Which point is NOT true about the cat?

* 解析

选B，信息明示题。男士在介绍他家的猫时说，这只猫是他们收养的，并提到猫的情绪有点喜怒无常，还嘱咐女士别让它跑出家去，因为它可能会跑走。这些内容选项A、C和D都涉及了。但选项B所说的猫喜欢欣赏古典音乐在对话中并未提到，男士只是让女士在它吃东西的时候为它播放这类音乐，故选B。

Passage One

Everyone knows about exchange and visitor programs that give students a chance to study in another country. But today we are going to talk about two programs that give teachers a chance to teach in the United States.

One of them is the Visiting International Faculty Program. VIF is based in North Carolina and says it is the United States' largest cultural exchange program for teachers and schools. This program has brought about 7,000 teachers to the United States since 1987.


The program is open to teachers from Latin America, Europe, South Africa, Canada, Australia, the Philippines and New Zealand.
 It places them in schools in 7 states for 1 to 3 years. After that, they must return home.

The 7 states are North Carolina, South Carolina, Maryland, Virginia, Georgia, Florida and California. The teachers work for local school systems and are paid the same as an American teacher.

The majority are placed in elementary education, Spanish language and English as a second language, special education, math and science. Some teachers are placed in other language classes and other subjects.

Teachers in the program must have an advanced proficiency level in English. They must have a teaching or university degree equal to an American bachelor's degree.
 And they must have 3 years of teaching experience with students between the ages of 5 and 18. Two years of driving experience is also required.


Visiting teachers may also be able to earn a master's degree while in the United States.

Passage Two


Like fine food, good writing is something we approach with pleasure and enjoy from the first taste to the last.
 And good writers, like good cooks, do not suddenly appear full blown.

Quite the contrary, just as the cook has to undergo an intensive training, mastering the skills of his trade, the writer must sit at his desk and devote long hours to achieving a style in his writing, whatever its purpose—schoolwork, matters of business, or purely social communication. You may be sure that the more painstaking the effort, the more effective the writing, and the more rewarding.

There are still some remote places in the world where you might find a public scribe to do your business or social writing for you, for a fee. There are a few managers who are lucky enough to have the service of that rare kind of secretary who can take care of all sorts of letter writing with no more than a quick note to work from.
 But for most of us, if there is any writing to be done, we have to do it ourselves.

We have to write school papers, business papers or home papers. We are constantly called on to put words to paper. It would be difficult to count the number of such words, messages, letters, and reports put into the mails or delivered by hand, but the daily figure must be enormous.

What is more, everyone who writes expects, or at least hopes, that his writing will be read. We want to arouse and hold the interest of the readers. We want whatever we write to be read, from first word to last, not just thrown into some “letters to be read” file or into a wastepaper basket.
 This is the reason we bend our efforts toward learning and practicing the skill of interesting, effective writing.

Passage Three

Scientists say they have developed a camera that can help identify when a person is not telling the truth. The new camera measures the heat released by a person's face.

The scientists say the camera correctly identified lying in more than 80 percent of the people they tested. They say the device might one day be used in high-level security operations at airports or border crossings.


James Levine of the Mayo Clinic in Rochester, Minnesota led the study. Nature magazine reported the findings.


The scientists based their work on the theory that people who plan to trick someone release physical or chemical signals.
 They say these signals can help security officials prevent wrongdoing.

The Mayo Clinic researchers worked with scientists at Honeywell Laboratories to develop the new, heat-imaging technology. Doctor Levine says the camera is designed to measure small changes in the body. He notes that the flow of blood to the surface of the skin increases around the eyes when a person lies.

The scientists used 20 people to test the heat-sensing camera. 8 of the people took part in a crime that was not real.
 They attacked a human-like object and stole money from it. They were asked to lie and say they were innocent of the crime. The 12 other people in the study were told nothing about the make-believe crime.

The researchers used the special camera while questioning the 20 people about the crime. The camera showed that 6 of the 8 people who carried out the crime had increased heat around their eyes when they lied. 11 of the 12 people who knew nothing about the crime were correctly identified as innocent. When they told the truth, the area around their eyes remained cool.

Section C

W.H.O. officials discussed the problem of counterfeit medicines during a recent high-level meeting in Rome. Delegates at the conference included (26) 
representatives

 of government agencies, consumer groups and the drug industry.

Counterfeit medicines (27) 
trick people into

The World Health Organization says counterfeit drugs are (29)

W.H.O. officials say identifying counterfeit medicines is getting more difficult. Immoral companies are improving their methods. (33) 
Participants

 at the meeting in Rome agreed to create an (34)

The Internet can also be used to fight the problem. Last year, the W.H.O. (35) 
set up

Conversation One

W: What about the salaries?

At the Polytechnic I'd have to do 35 hours a week, 20 teaching and 15 administration, whereas the Pistoia School is only asking for 30 hours' teaching.

W: That's more than fifty dollars worth of meal tickets down the drain. So, did watching TV make you feel better?

M: Well, I felt a bit better while I was watching. You know, it kind of took my mind off my troubles. But after I turned the TV off, I just felt disgusted with myself for wasting so much time.


W: I've had that feeling before.

M: I had intended to watch just one program, but somehow I couldn't make myself switch off the TV.

W: Actually, I've read that there's a scientific explanation for that. It seems that there's a part of the brain that processes complex information, but that part becomes less active while watching TV.


M: That's certainly how I felt last night—like my brain wasn't very active.

W: That's not the worst of it. If you watch TV a lot, or for a long time, that part of the brain—the part that processes complex information, shows lowered activity and you become more and more passive.

M: That's incredible.

W: Next time you feel upset, you should go swimming. That's what I do, and it always makes me feel better.

M: I suppose. Right now, I've got to go to the cafeteria and get some more meal tickets.

选A，信息明示题。男士说看电视的时候能暂时摆脱烦恼，但当他关掉电视时又为自己白白浪费了时间而感到烦恼。由此可知男士厌恶自己的原因在于他浪费了时间，所以选A。

15. According to the woman, what happens to the brain while watching TV?

* 解析

选D，综合推断题。女士向男士解释说看电视时，处理复杂信息的大脑会变得越来越不灵活，也就是说看电视时大脑在处理复杂信息时会变得不那么活跃了，所以选D。女士并未说看电视时脑部需要更多的养分或者部分大脑根本没法运转，排除A、B。电视画面就是visual information，而女士也并没有提到看电视时大脑处理图片信息的时间较长，排除C。

Section B

Passage One

A college education can be very costly in the United States, especially at a private school. Rising costs have led more and more families to borrow money to help pay for college.

There are different federal loans and private loans for students and parents. Interest rates on some of these loans will go up on July first. As borrowing has increased, there are growing concerns that many students graduate with too much debt.

In 1993, less than one-half of graduates from four-year colleges had student loans. Now two-thirds of them do. Their average loan debt when they graduate is 19,000 dollars. At public universities, the average is 17,000 dollars.


The Project on Student Debt is an action group that collects these numbers from reports. It notes that averages do not present the full picture.

For example, in 2004, one-fourth of students with loans graduated with more than 25 thousand dollars in debt. And that did not include borrowing by their parents. The Project on Student Debt says parents as well as students are borrowing more to pay for college.

Students can expect to take about 10 years to pay back their loans. Repayment does not begin until after they are out of school.


Higher borrowing limits have also helped push up student debts. Students from all economic levels are borrowing more. Corrected for inflation, student loans have increased around 60 percent in 10 years.


Researchers say one effect is that the higher the debts, the more likely graduates are to look only for high paying jobs. That means there is less chance they will take jobs in areas like teaching or other public service.

18. Why would fewer students like to become teachers?

* 解析

选A，综合推断题。文章最后指出，研究者称毕业生负担的债务越多，他们就越可能只找收入高的工作，那就意味着他们很少有可能去从事教育和公共服务方面的工作。由此可知，学生不想做教师是因为他们要找高薪的工作，以便还债，故选A。

Passage Two

More and more Americans are reading their own credit report. Credit reports are used by lenders to decide how risky it would be to offer a loan or credit to an individual.


The report holds information about a person's current loans and credit-card debt. It records late payments of bills and any unpaid loans.
 It all adds up to a credit history. These days, though, lenders often welcome people with bad credit histories. They are charged higher interest rates and other loan costs.

Some Americans want to read their credit report to know if they have been a victim of identity theft. They can see if any loans or credit cards have been opened in their name with stolen personal information.


Another reason is that credit reports are not always correct.
 They might contain wrong information or old information.

One change, in 2001, permits people to see their FICO score. FICO is short for the Fair Isaac Corporation. That company developed a way to represent credit risk with a number. The number is based on information gathered by credit reporting agencies.

Fair Isaac says many lenders not just in the United States but around the world use its technology to create credit scores. But lenders are not the only ones interested in these numbers.
 The company says it sold ten million credit scores to individuals.

People with high scores can expect lower interest rates for loans. The idea is that the higher the score, the lower the risk. Paying bills on time and paying off credit-card debt improves credit scores.

选C，信息明示题。文章最后提到lenders are not the only ones interested in these numbers。由此可知，并不是只有借款人才对这些数字感兴趣。

Passage Three

Carrots are grown on farms and in family gardens throughout the world. Carrots are easy to raise and easy to harvest. They taste good. And they contain a lot of carotene, which the body changes into Vitamin A.

When people think of carrots, they usually picture in their mind a vegetable that is long, thin and orange in color. But carrots come in many different sizes and shapes. And not all carrots are orange.


For example, Paris Market carrots are about 5 centimeters around. Imperator carrots are thin and about 25 centimeters long. And Belgian White carrots are, as their name suggests, white.


For the best results, carrots should be grown in sandy soil that does not hold water for a long time.
 The soil also should have no rocks.

To prepare your carrot garden, dig up the soil, loosen it and turn it over. Then, mix in some plant material or animal fertilizer.

Weather, soil conditions and age will affect the way carrots taste. Experts say warm days, cool nights and a medium soil temperature are the best conditions for growing carrots that taste great.


Carrots need time to develop their full sugar content. This gives them their taste. If they are harvested too early, they will not have enough sugar. But carrots loose their sweetness if you wait too long to remove them from the ground.

The best way to judge if a carrot is ready to be harvested is by its color. Usually, the brighter the color, the better the taste.

Most people do not know that carrots can be grown during the winter months. If the winter is not cold enough to freeze the ground, you can grow and harvest carrots the same way as during the summer months.

Section B

Passage One

One of the most important questions a worker can ask is: “Will I have enough money for retirement?”

For more than 30 years, Americans have used individual retirement accounts, or IRAs, to increase retirement savings. Today, there are several plans that let workers invest. The plans also offer tax savings.

The Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 provided for the first IRAs. It set rules for retirement plans run by big businesses. Other measures provided for individuals who did not qualify for such plans, called pensions.


The first kind of IRA is now called a traditional IRA. A worker can put up to 4,000 dollars of his or her yearly earnings into a special account. Workers over the age of 50 can invest 4,500 dollars. Unlike a pension, the saver controls the account and decides how it is invested.


Money put in a traditional IRA is not taxed until it is withdrawn. But, savings cannot be withdrawn before the account holder is fifty-nine and one-half years old. If the money is withdrawn before that time, it is taxed like income and there is a 10 percent fine. The account holder must start withdrawals by age seventy and one-half or there also are fines.

At first, IRAs were only for people not covered by pensions at work. But in 1981, everyone could open an IRA. 6 years later, congress banned highly paid individuals from claiming tax reductions.

A Roth IRA is a similar plan. Workers can invest up to 4,000 dollars of earnings yearly. But there is no tax savings on the year's earnings. Instead, withdrawals from a Roth IRA are generally not taxed.

Passage Two

Many college students in the United States use their summer break to earn money in a temporary job. But more and more are working as summer interns. Some internship programs accept students in high school.

Internships are usually unpaid, and the work might not always be the most exciting. But they offer a chance to gain experience in business, public service or some other area of interest.
 They can also be a chance to get to know a possible future employer. More importantly, internships can help students make sure their area of study is a good choice.

For most organizations, interns mean extra workers for little or no cost. They also get a chance to see if a student might make a good future employee. Some interns are promised a full-time job once they finish their studies.

Yet some students have no choice but to get a paying job during the summer. They have a real financial need.

Interns provide free labor, but internship programs can involve costs for travel, housing and meals.


Businesses might require interns to receive college credit for their experience. These businesses are concerned about labor laws that say workers must receive something in return for their work. So, if not money, then credits.


But for a student from a poor family, an unpaid internship just may not be possible.
 Economic realities like this sometimes lead to criticism of internship programs.

Passage Three

Economics and weather have a lot in common. Knowing what conditions will be like weeks or months in the future is not easy. One thing that helps economists predict the future is the index of leading economic indicators.


An index is a way to measure changes in a group of numbers over time.
 In financial markets, for example, an index of stocks will rise or fall with changes in the wider market. The changes measured by an index can be represented with a single percentage.

The index may start at a base period of time with a value of one hundred. Now say that a month later the value is recorded as one hundred and one. That means it gained one percent. If the index lost one percent, however, the value would be ninety-nine.


The leading economic indicators are really ten indexes. Four deal with manufacturing activity; one deals with unemployment claims; another measures people's expectations of the economy; still others involve financial information like the money supply and interest rates.


The index of leading indicators is just one of the tools used to measure the business cycle. Business cycles are the normal changes that happen in economic growth over time.


A measure called the coincident index provides information about current conditions.
 Employment rates are an important part of it. There is also a lagging index. It helps confirm economic changes that currently appear to be taking place. Interest rates are an important lagging indicator.

Passage One

Skin cancer is one of the most common forms of cancer. The risk increases in summer because ultraviolet rays from the sun are the main cause of skin cancer. Tanning beds can also be high in UV radiation.

Anyone can get skin cancer, but people with light colored skin, hair or eyes are at greatest risk. A history of sunburns early in life also increases the risk. So does a family history of skin cancer.



The sooner skin cancer is found, the easier it is to treat.
 So doctors advise people to examine all areas of their skin once a month, from the top of their head to the bottom of their feet. Even look under the nails and between the toes.

Professional examinations are also important. See a doctor if a mole bleeds or itches or is bigger than six millimeters.

Knowing what your skin looks like will help you recognize any changes in the size, shape or color of growths. The Cleveland Clinic suggests taking pictures of moles and dating the images to compare over time.

Hats, sunglasses and clothing offer protection from harmful sunrays, but that can depend. Experts say the denser the weave of the material, the less ultraviolet radiation reaches the skin.

Passage Two

A researcher says lead in the environment could be a major cause of violence by young people.

Doctor Herbert Needleman is a professor at the University of Pittsburgh School of Medicine in Pennsylvania. He presented his findings at the yearly meeting of the American Association for the Advancement of Science.


Doctor Needleman says the presence of lead in the brain changes the neurons that control actions. And he says that can cause a person to act in antisocial and criminal ways.


Lead is a metal that is especially dangerous to babies and young children. They can get it into their bodies by breathing or swallowing lead dust, or by eating soil or pieces of lead paint. Children with high levels of lead can suffer brain and nervous system damage, learning disabilities, slow growth, headaches and hearing loss.


In the 1970s, Doctor Needleman found lower scores on intelligence tests even in children who did not have such signs of lead poisoning. After that, lead was removed from gasoline and paint in the United States. Yet many homes still have old lead paint.

Lead was also used in older water pipes. In fact, officials just announced stronger testing and reporting requirements as of next year for lead in American drinking water.

The newest research by Doctor Needleman shows that even very small amounts of lead in bones can affect brain development. A simple blood test can measure lead. But an X-ray process is needed to measure levels in bones.

Passage Three

Minimum wage is the lowest hourly pay rate permitted by law. In the United States, the federal minimum wage is 5 dollars and 15 cents an hour.
 It has not changed since 1997. And it does not include all jobs.

For example, workers who receive extra money in the form of tips can be paid 2 dollars and 13 cents an hour. Also, the federal rate may not cover some workers for small companies. State laws often set minimum pay in these cases.

The Department of Labor says about 2 million workers earn the minimum wage or less. That is about 3 percent of all workers paid by the hour.


Ohio and Kansas have lower minimum wages for some workers than under federal law.
 But 16 of the 50 states and the District of Columbia have minimum wages higher than the federal one.

In California, Republican Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger has just proposed what he says is a much-needed raise. California's minimum wage would rise 1 dollar, to 7 dollars and 75 cents an hour, over the next year and a half.

State lawmakers passed a bill last year to add a dollar to the minimum wage. But Mr. Schwarzenegger vetoed it because it would have also required yearly increases for inflation.


Some economists and lawmakers argue that markets, and not the government, should set prices for labor. They say minimum wage laws reduce the number of jobs for unskilled workers and young people.


Employers might not be happy with higher labor costs.
 But labor activists warn that inflation has reduced the buying power of today's minimum wage. They say a minimum wage must be a “living wage”. That is, it must be enough for workers and their families to live on.

Gregory Currie, a professor of philosophy at the University of Nottingham, recently argued in The New York Times

Section B

Passage One

Over the years, new technologies have changed farming. Change in a general direction is a trend. Yet people often recognize trends only when they consider the past.

Today, we look back at some trends in American agriculture. We begin with the change from animal power to mechanical power. Our information comes from the National Agricultural Statistics Service, part of the Agriculture Department.

In 1920, America had more than 25 million horses and mules. Most were used for farm work. Around the same time, a competitor began to appear in large numbers. Tractors could turn soil, pull loads and speed harvests—and they could do it better.


More tractors meant fewer horses and mules. By the 1960s, the numbers of these work animals settled to where they remain today. That is about one-tenth the levels in 1920.

Yet even the demand for tractors had its limits. Tractors reached their highest numbers around 1982. Their numbers have been slowly decreasing. Experts say farmers can do more with less now because of new technologies.


So, tractors replaced horses and mules. As a result, farmers no longer needed to raise crops to feed work animals.

Oats have long been food for horses and mules. In 1954, American farmers planted over 16 million hectares of oats. By 2000, that was down to less than 1 million hectares.

So what did the farmers do with the extra land?


More and more farmers began to plant a new crop around the same time that the tractor became popular. It was the soybean.
 The soybean is one of the oldest plants harvested. Yet it was not planted widely in the United States until the 1920s.

18. What did the farmers do with the extra land according to the passage?

选D，综合推断题。文章最后提到，在拖拉机开始盛行的同时，越来越多的农民开始种植一种新的农作物，那就是大豆。再结合上文提到的，燕麦是马和骡子的食物，1954年美国农民种植了超过1600万公顷的燕麦，到2000年，其数量减少到不足100万公顷，以及一个问句“那农民用剩余的土地做什么了呢”可知，农民用原本种植燕麦的土地种植了大豆，故选D。

Passage Two

Too much sun can cause skin cancer. Too much vitamin D can also make you sick. Yet a study suggests that sunlight and vitamin D may help some people with lung cancer live longer.

Vitamin D helps build strong teeth and bones. Foods such as oily fish and egg yolks are high in vitamin D.
 But not many foods naturally are, so extra vitamin D is often added to milk products. Some people get more with vitamin products.


Another way is with the sun. Vitamin D is known as the “sunshine vitamin”. The body produces it through the skin from the ultraviolet radiation of the sun.

Researchers from Harvard University led a study of 456 people. These men and women had been treated for lung cancer in Boston, Massachusetts. The cancers had been found early. Doctors operated to remove them. The average age of the patients was 69.
 40 percent were smokers.

Researchers asked the people what they ate, what vitamins they took and what time of year their operations had taken place.

Some had high levels of vitamin D intake and had their operations during summertime, when there is lots of sun. Others had low levels, and were operated on in winter.



The researchers found that 30 percent of the people in this second group were alive 5 years after their operation. 46 percent were disease-free.
 But patients with the highest vitamin D intake and summer operations had higher survival rates. 72 percent were still alive after 5 years. And 83 percent were disease-free.

Passage Three

Travel to the United States decreased after the terrorist attacks of 2001. In reaction to the attacks, the United States government increased security requirements for travelers.

These requirements have caused long lines in airports and extended searches of passengers and their belongings. Businesses and universities have become increasingly concerned that the problems involved with travel have reduced the number of foreign visitors.


But recently, the Bush administration announced a plan; it says that will improve security at the nation's borders, while welcoming foreign visitors. The plan uses improved technology to speed up security processes.


Officials say the new system will reduce problems that often delay the approval of international travel documents, or visas. People coming to the United States to study at American colleges will receive visas that permit them to remain in the country for longer periods of time.

Under the new program, travelers will no longer be required to appear at American diplomatic offices in their country to be questioned for visas. Instead, they can be questioned at local offices throughout their country on live video broadcasts.


The government plan also includes changes at American airports to make foreign visitors feel more welcome when they arrive in the United States. This program will first be tested at airports in Houston, Texas and Washington D.C. Foreign travelers arriving in the United States through these airports will receive helpful information and personal assistance.

New passports, called e-passports, will also be created. These documents will contain biological information on computer chips. The biological information makes it difficult to copy the passports for illegal use.
 Other governments in addition to the United States are also beginning to develop these documents.

Section B

Passage One

A recent report says more international graduate students are seeking to continue their education in the United States this year than last year.

The Council of Graduate Schools announced the report. It is based on a study of more than 150 colleges and universities. They include schools that have the most foreign students. The study says graduate applications from international students increased 11 percent from last year.
 This growth follows a two-year decrease of 32 percent.

Graduate students have already completed at least 4 years of college and have earned at least one degree. They are seeking to earn an advanced degree.

The report said the number of requests or applications increased the most among students from India and China. Applications from students in India rose by 23 percent. Applications from students in China increased by 21 percent.
 Each year these 2 nations send the largest number of students to American colleges and universities.

The Council of Graduate Schools said applications increased in all areas of study, including the sciences. Applications to study engineering, for example, rose by 17 percent. Those from students wanting to study the life sciences increased by 16 percent.

However, international applications are still down 23 percent since 2003 for the universities in the study. Experts say this was the result of increased security in the United States after the terrorist attacks in 2001. This increased security made it more difficult for students to get permits, or visas, to enter the United States.
 Security measures also increased the time to process these visas.

Passage Two

Environmentalists are praising a bill passed this week in California: the Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006. It would make California the first American state to restrict the release of carbon dioxide and other greenhouse gases.


Opponents say it would damage the state's economy, one of the largest in the world.


State lawmakers sent the bill to Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger on Thursday. That was a day after the Republican governor reached agreement on the plan with the Democratic majority in the Legislature. He faced opposition within his own party, but says he will sign the bill into law.


California is the nation's most populated state and the world's twelfth largest producer of greenhouse gases.
 The plan calls for a reduction of about 25 percent by 2020—to return to 1990 levels.

The governor, in an order last year, called for the cuts, along with much greater ones by 2050.

The California Chamber of Commerce says the newly approved bill will cause severe economic harm. And the business group says the rules would do almost nothing to improve the global environment.

But supporters say other producers could follow California's lead.

The plan calls for controls on major industries including coal-burning producers of electric power. Others include oil and gas refineries and cement makers.

Some business leaders worry that electricity costs will increase. Critics also say that some businesses might move their operations to other states or other countries. But other businesses, including those that work with environmentally friendlier technologies, say it could create new industries and jobs.

* 解析

选D，综合推断题。文章最后指出，其他公司，包括那些运用较为环保技术的公司，都认为它（it）会创造新的产业和工作岗位。结合上文可知，“它”（it）就是新通过的议案，故选D。

Passage Three

The Italian island of Sardinia recently lost its oldest citizen. Family members say Antonio Todde died in his sleep early this month. Mr. Todde was 112 years old.
 He was less than 3 weeks away from his 113 birthday. Record-keeping experts say he was the world's oldest man.

Mr. Todde was born in a village on Sardinia in 1889. He cared for farm animals in the mountains almost all his life. Mr. Todde often said that drinking a glass of red wine every day helped him live to an old age.


His long life and that of other very old Sardinians is the subject of a scientific project called Akea. Luca Deiana of Sassari University is directing the study. He says the name Akea comes from a traditional greeting on Sardinia. It means “health and life for one-hundred years”.

Professor Deiana and his team started to collect information for the study in 1997. They identified more than 220 Sardinians who were centenarians—100 years old or older.

His team required 3 documents to confirm a person's age. They are a government birth record, a church record and a statement by a close family member.


The Akea study has produced 2 major findings. The first is Sardinia's extremely high number of centenarians. The island has about 135 centenarians for every one-million people. In other western countries, the average is about 75 centenarians for every one-million people.

The second major finding was an unusual rate of female to male centenarians. Sardinia has 2 women centenarians for every male centenarian. In central Sardinia there are equal numbers of female and male centenarians.

Section B

Passage One

Almost half of new American teachers leave the profession within five years. Some get tired of large class sizes, limited planning time and support, and wish to feel more valued by society.
 At the same time, experts say too many teachers lack the required knowledge of what they teach, especially on math and science.

Criticisms of teaching are usually less about the working conditions than about the pay. A new report calls for an immediate pay increase of fifteen to twenty percent. It says this would lift teachers from the bottom in starting pay among professions.

The report, “Teachers and the Uncertain American Future”, is from the Center for Innovative Thought. The College Board formed this group last year with “some of the best minds in education”, in its words.

The College Board is a non-profit organization that owns the SAT college entry test. It also administers the Advanced Placement program.


The report urges new programs to solve a crisis in the number of qualified math and science teachers.
 It says less than half of the students who finish high school are ready for college-level math or science.

It says another problem is a shortage of minority teachers, to better represent society. It says two times as many black and three times as many Hispanic, Asian and Native American teachers are needed.
 The report says the nation needs a new agreement, a “compact” with its teachers to defend its position in the world. All this would be financed with public and private money through a proposed “Teachers' Trust.”

Passage Two

A new committee of experts will look for the best ways to improve math education in the United States.

The effort is part of the American Competitiveness Initiative that President Bush discussed in his State of the Union message in January. The program calls for spending more than two hundred million dollars to improve the teaching of mathematics.


Michigan grade school students work on a lesson. The Education Department says the experts will examine how to prepare for, and succeed in, learning algebra. One goal is to decide about teaching higher-level math at younger ages. American 15-year-olds performed below the average in math on the most recent Program for International Assessment.

Education Secretary Margaret Spellings says: “To keep America competitive in the 21st century, we must improve the way we teach math.”

But there is disagreement about which teaching methods are the most effective. Traditional ones depend heavily on memory and tests. Newer methods are based more on developing creative problem-solving skills.


Supporters of the traditional way say it may not be exciting but students get the right answers. Critics say many students never understand why the answers are correct.


Some say the best way to teach math is to combine the new and traditional methods. The debate is similar to the one over the best way to teach reading.

The National Mathematics Advisory Panel will be led by Larry Faulkner, a former president of the University of Texas at Austin. The 17 experts also include the president of the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics.

A study has found that less than half of American high school graduates are prepared for college math. Other studies suggest that strong math skills developed in the early teen years can lead to college success.

This week, in our Foreign Student Series, we discuss the first steps to studying in the United States.

Step one is to visit an American educational advising center. There are more than four hundred of these offices around the world. You can find them through the State Department Website for international students.
 We will give that address later.

Or you can ask the public affairs office at a United States embassy to tell you where to find the nearest advising center.

Step two is to start gathering information about the different choices in higher education programs in the United States.

Some schools, for example, offer one-year certificate programs. These are in subjects like computer programming, public relations and administrative work.


Junior or community colleges offer a two-year associate degree. These programs can prepare students for skilled jobs. Or, if students want to continue their education, many universities accept this work as the first two years toward a bachelor's degree.


To get a bachelor's degree, students traditionally take general subjects during the first two years. These include areas like history, literature, mathematics and science.
 After that they take classes in their major area of study.

At the graduate school level, a master's degree can take up to three years to complete. A doctorate can take four to six years. But some medical specialties, for example, require years more of study.


Whatever you choose, educational advisers say you should begin to plan at least two years before you want to start classes in the United States.

Section C

Half an hour's exercise a day cuts the risks of catching colds in half, a new trial suggests.

The trial (26) 
recruited

 115 older women from Seattle, Washington state. All didn't exercise much and were either overweight or (27) 
obese

 . For a year they were asked either to exercise daily or take part in a 45-minute stretching class once a week.

The women were (28) 
randomly

 allocated to one or other of these groups, and every quarter were asked to (29) 
fill in

 questionnaires asking them whether they had suffered colds or other upper respiratory（呼吸的）infections in the previous three months.

The results show that the daily exercise group had only half as many colds as the weekly stretch-class group. “This adds another good reason to put exercise on your to-do list,” said Cornelia Ulrich, an (30)

 of the Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research Center's public health sciences division in Seattle.

moderation

 was the key. Other studies had shown that (32)

W: Harrods says it sells everything to everybody, everywhere. Is that really true?

M: Oh, yes, of course! Absolutely everything!

Section B

Passage One

Many young people in the United States never finish high school. Exactly how many drop out is another issue. Recent studies of dropout rates have had conflicting results.

For one thing, schools define and measure their dropout rates differently.

Some researchers say about 15 to 20 percent of public school students do not complete their education. But many other experts and policymakers believe that for the past 20 years, the dropout rate has been around 30 percent.

For Latino and black students, the numbers are even higher. Researchers say almost half of them leave school.


At the same time, almost half the states let students leave school before the age of 18 without informing their parents.


Finding a good job without a high school education is more and more difficult. A Northeastern University study in 2002 found that almost half of all dropouts aged 16 to 24 did not have a job.


The lack of a high school education can also lead to other problems. An estimated two-thirds of prisoners in the United States dropped out of high school.


Recent studies have shown that the majority of students who drop out do not do it because they are failing. Many are bored with their classes or feel disconnected from their school and teachers. Some students feel that educators place low expectations on them. Teen pregnancies also add to the dropout problem.


During the past 20 years, there have been efforts to increase graduation rates through education reforms. Some communities are working on dropout prevention programs. These include alternative high schools to meet special needs.

Passage Two

Experts say that each year more than one million people worldwide die of lung cancer. It is the leading cause of cancer death in both men and women.

Last week, Dana Reeve died of lung cancer at the age of 44. Last August Dana Reeve announced that she had lung cancer. Smoking is linked to about 90 percent of cases. But Dana Reeve did not smoke.

Researchers say this is true of up to 30 percent of American women who develop lung cancer. In fact, experts say a higher rate of non-smoking women get the disease than non-smoking men
 .

Studies have shown that men and women react differently to tobacco smoke. Scientists are not sure why. Some suggest that cells in women's lungs might be more easily damaged by smoking. There could be genetic or environmental reasons.

Experts say even people who do not smoke could still be considered “passive smokers” if they breathe other people's tobacco. Derek Raghavan is director of the Cancer Center at the Cleveland Clinic in Ohio. He thinks secondhand smoke causes at least half the cases of lung cancer in non-smokers.


The cause in Dana Reeve's case is not known. But Doctor Raghavan notes that singers and other people in the entertainment business often work around smokers.

A common sign of lung cancer is a cough that does not go away and gets worse over time. Other common signs include chest pain, coughing up blood, shortness of breath and repeated cases of pneumonia.


By the time most people feel sick enough to see a doctor, the cancer has spread too far to be treated effectively. The five-year survival rate is only about fifteen percent.

Passage Three


Lots of older people take low-strength aspirin on the advice of their doctors to help reduce the risk of heart attack or stroke.
 Doctors have based such advice mostly on studies of men.

Now, a major study confirms that aspirin can help women as well. But experts say the drug helps women differently. The findings appeared this month in the New England Journal of Medicine
 .

Doctor Julie Buring at Brigham and Women's Hospital in Boston, Massachusetts, led the study. Doctor Buring says that among apparently healthy people, aspirin reduces the risk of heart attack for men. But for women it appears to reduce the risk of stroke.


The study involved 40,000 women aged 45 and older. Those who received aspirin took 100 milligrams every other day. The others took a placebo, an inactive pill.

The study lasted 10 years. The researchers found that the women who took aspirin were 17 percent less likely to have a stroke than the other group. The aspirin group also had a 24 percent lower risk for the most common form of stroke that is caused by a clot in the blood supply to the brain. Blood clots can cause both strokes and heart attacks. Aspirin thins the blood, so clots are less likely to form.


The researchers found that aspirin had an even greater effect on women aged 65 and older. Those who took aspirin were 30 percent less likely to have a stroke caused by a blood clot.

However, the study found that aspirin did not lower the risk of heart attack in younger women. And there were more cases of stomach bleeding in the women who took aspirin than in those who did not. Experts say this shows that, in general, the risks of aspirin use in younger women could be greater than the good it might do.

Section C

After conducting (26) 
a series of

 surveys and computer tests on couples in the U.S. and the Netherlands, researchers concluded that men's self-esteem was lower when a partner succeeded than when a partner failed, whereas women's (27) 
implicit

 self-esteem was not.

“There is an idea that women are allowed to bask（沐浴）in the reflected glory of her male partner and to be the ‘woman behind the successful man,' but the (28) 
reverse

 is not true for men,” wrote lead author Kate Ratliff, an assistant professor of psychology at the University of Florida.

In fact, researchers concluded that men (29) 
unconsciously

 interpreted a partner's success as their own failure, even when they were not in direct competition.

The study (30) 
relied on

 five experiments involving roughly 900 men and women on college campuses and websites. In some experiments, couples were asked to write about (31) 
episodes

 in which their romantic partner succeeded or failed. Afterward, they completed a computerized word association test that (32) 
was intended for

 measuring their level of self-esteem.

But Ratliff and coauthor Shigehiro Oishi, a psychology professor at the University of Virginia, (33) 
acknowledged

 that their findings were limited by the relatively young age of the study participants. Most were college undergraduates.

“From a very young age, boys' playtime interaction tends to be marked by dominance-striving,” authors wrote. “Young girls also pursue individual goals within social groups, but tend to do so while (34) 
simultaneously

 striving to maintain group harmony.”

Having a partner who experiences a success might hurt men's self-esteem because ambition and success are qualities that are generally (35) 
significant

 to women when selecting a mate.

Passage One

The World Bank is often in the news, but not always for reasons it might like. The official name is the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development.

In recent years, its big meetings at its headquarters in Washington have become the target of anti-globalization protesters. Its lending policies and support for free trade are criticized. Environmental activists have objected to its financing of dams and some other projects.
 But supporters say the World Bank Group and its member organizations are making progress in reducing poverty. One of the members is the International Finance Corporation. The I.F.C. helps private businesses in developing countries.

In February, its directors approved new environmental and social requirements to replace existing ones for projects it finances. There are new requirements for community health, safety, and security as well as labor conditions and pollution prevention, among others.
 A major program of the International Finance Corporation is the Grassroots Business Initiative, headed by Harold Rosen.

Mr. Rosen tells us that the program helps bridge developing economies and the international marketplace. It seeks to strengthen small businesses through technical assistance.
 They might also receive financing. Mr. Rosen says the Grassroots Business Initiative is socially driven, because the aim is to help people most in need. Among the businesses in the program is an African company called Gone Rural. It employs about 700 women in Swaziland. They make baskets, table items and other goods from natural materials. Today, their products are sold in about 35 countries around the world.

Passage Two

Have you heard of the old saying that laughter is the best medicine? Then listen to this. Seriously, research has already shown that mental stress can restrict blood flow to the heart. But now a study has linked laughter to increased blood flow. Laughter appears to cause the tissue inside blood vessels to expand. As a result, laughing may be important to reduce the risk of heart disease.


So says Doctor Michael Miller of the University of Maryland Medical Center. He led a study of 20 men and women, all healthy. To get them to laugh, they watched part of the movie “Kingpin”, a 1996 comedy. To create the opposite emotions, they watched the opening battle in the 1998 war movie “Saving Private Ryan”.

The researchers used ultrasound technology to measure changes in blood flow through an artery in the arm.

Blood flow increased in 19 of the 20 people after they watched “Kingpin”. The increase was an average of 22 percent. Doctor Miller says that is similar to the effects of aerobic exercise.

Blood flow decreased in 14 of the 20 people after they watched “Saving Private Ryan”. The decrease was an average of 35 percent.


Studies have shown that stress can reduce the body's ability to fight disease.
 When the body is under stress, it produces hormones such as adrenalin and cortisol. Cortisol is related to fear; adrenalin prepares the body to react. But too much of these hormones can be harmful.

People often say that money talks. They mean that a person with a lot of money can say how he or she wants things done.
 But it is not easy to earn enough money to gain this kind of power.

Ask anyone in a business, they will tell you that it is a jungle out there. The expression probably began because the jungle is filled with wild animals and unknown dangers that threaten people. Sometimes people in business feel competing businesses are as dangerous as wild animals. And they feel that unknown dangers in the business world frighten the survival of their business.

People in business have to be careful, if they are to survive the jungle out there. They must not be led into making bogus investments. Bogus means something that is not real.
 Nobody is sure how the word got started. But it began to appear in an American newspaper in 1800s. A newspaper in Boston Massachusetts said the word came from a criminal whose name was Bogazy. The newspaper said Bogazy wrote checks to people, although he did not have enough money in the bank. After he wrote the checks, he would flee from town. So people who were paid with his checks received nothing. The newspaper said Americans shortened and changed the criminal's name Bogazy to bogus.

People who try to earn money also must be aware of being ripped off. A person who is ripped off has had something stolen or at least has been treated very unfairly.
 A writer for the magazine American Speech
 said he first saw the expression used in 1971. It was on a sign that a student carried during a protest demonstration at a university. The message on the sign was that the student felt ripped off or cheated. Perhaps the best way to prevent getting ripped off in business is to try not to get rich quickly.

Passage One

A major study has looked at efforts to save the tropical forests that remain in the world. Researchers found that less than 5 percent of the forest land is being protected.


The study examined the use of sustainable management plans by forest operators. Such a plan seeks a continuous flow of forest products, without damage to the future of the forest or its environment.


The International Tropical Timber Organization did the study. The researchers studied the supervision of more than 800 million hectares of forests in 33 countries. This land represents two-thirds of all the natural tropical forests in the world.

Tropical forests are divided into 2 major kinds: production and protection.

Production forests are harvested for wood. These forests can be natural or planted. The study found that only 7 percent of production forests are managed sustainably.

Yet 4 times as much land is supposed to be managed under plans developed by forest operators. The researchers say it is much easier to develop a plan than to follow it, even if operators truly want to.


Protection forests are recognized as valuable not for harvested wood, but as shelters for animal and plant life, a lot of which is rare.


Protected areas represent more than 460 million hectares of forests. Yet management plans have been developed for just 4 percent of that land. And the study found that the plans are being followed on only 2 percent.

From Asia to Africa to the Americas, progress is uneven in efforts to save tropical forests. Good management requires law enforcement and money. It also requires interest and ability.


Yet there is good news. The report says sustainably managed forests now cover at least 36 million hectares, an area the size of Germany.

YouTube is a very popular Web site on the Internet. People can make their own short videos and place them on YouTube. Anyone around the world can watch the videos online.

Chad Hurley and Steve Chen created YouTube last year. The two young men had made a video at their friend's party. They wanted to share the recording with other friends online. But they could not find a good Web site to put the video on. So they decided to create a Web site where friends can share videos.


Mr. Hurley and Mr. Chen are both younger than 30. Both young men had experience working for another Web site. Their creation, YouTube, started small and became very popular.

YouTube says that people watch 100 million videos on the site every day. Users post about 60,000 videos on YouTube each day. 50 million videos are on the Web site at any one time.

There are many different kinds of videos on YouTube. Most of the videos are made by young people under the age of 30.
 Most are only a few minutes long. Some of the videos are funny. They show people singing, or dancing. They show cats doing funny things. Some videos make fun of politicians. Other videos are more serious. People can also watch commercial videos on YouTube. These include music videos, interviews from television programs and scenes from new movies.

Anyone can put a video on YouTube. But YouTube cannot show some programs because of copyright protection laws. These laws do not permit YouTube to show television programs without the permission of the television networks.
 The employees of YouTube work hard to honor these laws.

Passage Three

Work can be harmful to your health. Each year, more than 2 million people die from work-related accidents or diseases. Labor-related deaths represent 4 percent of all deaths around the world.

And here are some other estimates in a recent report from the International Labor Organization, a United Nations agency.


About 270 million workplace accidents happen each year. In addition, there are about 160 million cases of work-related sicknesses.
 The most common include cancers, muscle and bone diseases, lung diseases, hearing loss and blood-flow disorders.

Dangerous substances are blamed for more than 400 thousand deaths each year. Asbestos alone is responsible for an estimated 100 thousand deaths. Asbestos is a material that can lead to lung cancer and other diseases.


Diseases cause most of the deaths among workers. But deadly accidents at work also appear to be increasing in some developing countries as their economies expand quickly. This is true especially in Latin America and Asia. About 17 percent of all deadly workplace accidents happen in the building industry. Each year at least 60 thousand people die in such accidents. Many workers come from poor areas. They have little experience with heavy machinery and little training in safety.

The farming industry employs half of all workers in the world. In most developing countries, farming is the biggest employer. The risks from agricultural work include the use of pesticides. These chemicals cause an estimated 70 thousand poisoning deaths each year.
 In addition, the most recent estimates show that at least 7 million people get very sick but survive.

Section C

The age at which children learn a second language can have a significant (26) 
bearing on

 the structure of their adult brain, according to a new study.

Researchers from the Montreal Neurological Institute and Hospital—The Neuro at McGill University and Oxford University examined magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) scans of 66 (27) 
bilingual

 and 22 monolingual men and women living in Montreal.

They used a software (28) 
programme

 developed at The Neuro to study the brain scans.

They found that the pattern of brain development is similar if you learn one or two language (29) 
from birth

 .

However, learning a second language later on in childhood after gaining (30) 
proficiency

 in the first （native） language does in fact modify the brain's structure, (31) 
specifically

 the brain's inferior frontal cortex（脑皮层）.

The study suggests that the task of acquiring a second language after infancy stimulates new neural growth and connections among neurons in ways seen in acquiring (32) 
complex

 motor skills such as juggling（杂耍）.

The authors speculate that the difficulty that some people have in learning a second language later in life could be explained at the (33) 
structural

 level.

“The later in childhood that the second language is acquired, the greater are the changes in the inferior frontal cortex,” said Dr Denise Klein, researcher in The Neuro's Cognitive Neuroscience Unit and a lead author on the paper (34)

1. W: I can hardly breathe. Would you please put your cigarette out?

M: I'm sorry that I'm bothering you, but this is the smoking section. Why don't you ask the stewardess to change your seat?


Q: What does the man think the woman should do?


* 解析

选D，综合推断题。女士要求男士把烟熄掉，男士表达了歉意，但他说他是在吸烟区吸烟，所以他建议女士换个座位，由此可知，男士认为女士应该去飞机的其他地方坐，故选D。

2. M: It's hot! I wish it would rain and cool off!

W: This isn't usual for November. I don't remember it ever being so hot and dry in November before.


Q: What is the weather usually like in November?


* 解析

选C，综合推断题。男士说他不记得以前的11月份有那么热、那么干燥，由此推断，平常的11月份天气比目前要凉爽、湿润，故选C。

* 考点

• cool off此处意为“变凉”，其他与cool相关的常见短语还有：

①cool (sb./sth.) down（使某人/某物）变凉，例如：As the weather cools down, the indoor games heat up. 随着天气的转凉，室内运动开始升温。

②cool (sb.) down/off（使某人）冷静或降低热情，例如：A day on campus may cool the students off. 一天的校园生活可能使学生们冷静下来。

Q: How much money does the salesman owe the woman?


* 解析

选C，综合推断题。女士想把绿色的桌布换成红色的，男士说红色的只要10.90美元，而绿色的则是15美元，计算可知，男士应该找给女士4.10美元，故选C。

* 考点

• exchange A for B意为“将A换为B”，与exchange相关的短语搭配还有：

①exchange sth. (with sb.)（和某人）交换某事物，例如：I'd like to exchange seats with you. 我想和你调换座位。

Q: What are the speakers mainly talking about?


* 解析

选C，综合推断题。男士说自己打算暑假做兼职赚钱，女士则打算为了明年早点毕业而去上暑期班，由此推断，他们是在讨论如何安排假期，故选C。

7. W: Can we eat somewhere else? Very few small restaurants like this serve good food.

M: I know, but there isn't anywhere else in this town. Look! The waiter is coming over for our order.


Q: What do the speakers think about the restaurant?


* 解析

选A，综合推断题。女士说，像这样的小餐馆很少有能提供好的食物的，男士说自己知道，可城里没有别的地方可去了，由此推断，他们觉得所在餐馆的食物可能不好吃，故选A。

8. W: The report says that all departments are making a profit except the Asian Department.

M: Well, Mr. Black seems to be the wrong person to head that department. One more wrong step and he will be removed from that office.


Q: What do we learn from the conversation?


* 解析

选D，信息明示题。女士说除了布莱克先生领导的亚洲部门，其他所有的部门都有盈利，故B、C错误；男士说如果布莱克先生再犯错，他的职位就会被别人接替，故选D。

Conversation One


W: Hello. This is Susan Richards from Channel 7 News, and we're down here, uh, at the City Mall
 , interviewing people on how they celebrate Christmas. And, uh, hi, what is your name?

M: Nick Carter.

W: And, uh, Nick, uh. How does your family celebrate Christmas?

M: We go sledding, and we go over to my grandparents' house and have dinner with them.


W: Well, that is great, and let me ask this young man. Hi, what is your name?

M: Johnny.

W: And Johnny, how old are you?

M: Five.

W: And, uh, does your family eat anything particular for Christmas?

M: Turkey...

W: And what does Christmas mean to you?

M: Going to my grandma's and making their breakfast.

W: Going to grandma's and making breakfast. And let me ask another young man. Hi, what is your name?

M: Steven.

W: Okay, and Steven, what does Christmas mean to you?

M: Giving by not expecting to get.

W: Now, that's kind of hard for a young man like yourself. What does that mean: Giving by not expecting.

M: Well, one thing that we do is secret giving.

W: Secret giving? Now how does that work in your family?

M: We sneak up to the porch of somebody we want to give to, we put the gift we want to give to them, ring the doorbell, and hide.

9. Where does this news program take place?

* 解析

选D，信息明示题。对话开始女士就说自己是来自第七频道新闻报道的Susan Richards，现在在一个City Mall，由此可知节目现场是在一个购物商场，与shopping center同义，故选D。mall有“购物商场”之意，而market place意思是“市场”。

10. How does the young man, Nick, celebrate this holiday with his family?

* 解析

选B，信息明示题。由男士所说and we go over to my grandparents house...可知，他们会去祖父母家一起吃晚餐，因此B项（拜访亲密的亲属）正确。

11. What sentence best describes Steven's feelings about Christmas?

* 解析

选C，信息明示题。Steven说圣诞节对于他来说意味着Giving by not expecting to get，然后又解释说，他们做的一件事就是悄悄地送人礼物——把礼物放在门口、按响门铃然后藏起来，根本不期待得到什么。选项B说朋友们在享用精美晚餐时赠送礼物，选项D说人们与朋友、家人和老师交换礼物，这两项都不是Steven所要表达的意思。Steven也没有谈到与朋友和家人举行聚会，所以A也不对。


Conversation Two


W: Hey, I hear you and Stephanie are really getting serious.

M: Yeah, I think she'll be impressed with my new exercise program.

W: What? What are you talking about? What exercise program? What did you tell her?

M: Well, you know, I enjoy staying in shape. First, I generally get up every morning at 5:30 a.m.

W: Oh, yeah. Since when? You don't roll out of bed until at least 7:30 p.m.

M: No, no, and on Mondays and Wednesdays...

W: Ah, not another tall tale...

M: I almost always go jogging for about a half hour
 , you know, to improve my endurance.

W: Hey, jogging to the refrigerator for a glass of milk doesn't count.

M: Of course, before I leave, I usually make sure I do some stretches so I don't pull a muscle on my run.


W: Right. One jumping jack.

M: Then, I told her that I usually lift weights Tuesdays and Thursdays for about an hour after work.

W: Humph.

M: This really helps me build muscle strength.

M: Finally, I often go hiking on Saturdays with my dog, well, and I like hiking because it helps me burn off stress and reduce anxiety that builds up during the week.


W: Oh yeah, those lies.

M: Well, uh, as for Fridays, I sometimes just relax at home by watching a movie or inviting you over to visit.

W: If I buy the pizza.

M: But...but...And on Sundays, I take the day off from exercising, but I usually take my dog for a walk.

12. What does the man usually do on Mondays and Wednesdays?

* 解析

选A，信息明示题。男士所说I almost always go jogging for...就是指在周一和周三经常慢跑。解答此题的关键在于了解go jogging就是“慢跑”的意思，如果不明白go jogging是什么意思，可以根据后面提到的to improve my endurance（增强耐力）及...so I don't pull a muscle on my run（跑的时候不会肌肉拉伤）确定答案为A。

13. What does the man do before the activity in Question 1?

* 解析

选C，信息明示题。男士提到before I leave, I usually make sure I do some stretches...，在离开家出门（慢跑）之前，先做一些伸展运动，防止跑的过程中肌肉拉伤。选项D中的push-up是“俯卧撑”的意思。

14. Why does the man go hiking on Saturdays?

* 解析

选A，信息明示题。由男士所说I like hiking because it helps me burn off stress and reduce anxiety...可知，周六去徒步旅行是因为可以帮助他减少一周产生的压力和焦虑，选项A中的get rid of就相当于原文中的burn off。

15. What can we learn about the woman from the conversation?

* 解析

选B，综合推断题。男士说早上5点半起床，女士则说他至少下午7点半才起床；男士说早上慢跑半个小时，女士反语说不包括慢跑到冰箱取牛奶；男士说做举重锻炼，女士说举1磅重的杠铃；还有女士所说的another tall tale, those lies, never buy this story足以说明女士认为男士在说谎。

Section B

Passage One

Lots of people get angry in traffic. But some people get really angry. This hostility can lead to aggressive actions or, in some cases, violence. Angry drivers have been known to pull out a gun or cause a crash. For years people have called it road rage. Now we are hearing a medical name.

Experts say that in some cases, these actions are linked to a deeper problem: intermittent explosive disorder, or I.E.D. It means that from time to time people explode in anger. They may attack others or damage property. Medical experts say this disorder is caused by an imbalance in brain chemicals.


The National Institute of Mental Health recently paid for a study of intermittent explosive disorder. Researchers at Harvard Medical School and Massachusetts General Hospital in Boston and at the University of Chicago did the work. The researchers used information from a study of more than 9,000 adults in the United States. They found that intermittent explosive disorder is “much more common” than has been recognized. They say it affects as many as 7 percent of adults at some point in their lifetimes, depending on how widely it is defined.


The study suggests that the condition affects up to 16 million Americans. It generally appears around the age of 14, and is more common in men than in women.
 Doctors say it usually begins with incidents of extreme anger directed at family members. They say the problem is made worse for some by stress from bad drivers, long travel times, crowded roads and busy lives. They say a small traffic problem can cause the person to become uncontrollably angry.

16. What does the passage mainly talk about?

* 解析

选D，主旨题。文章开始提到，开车时的攻击行为或暴力行为被称为road rage，其医学术语为intermittent explosive disorder（间歇性狂暴症），文章接下来的内容都是围绕I.E.D.展开的，故选D。

17. What's the cause of road rage according to the medical experts?

* 解析

选D，综合推断题。文章提到，医学专家认为这种紊乱是由大脑中化学物质的不均衡造成的，结合上文可知，此处的“这种紊乱”（this disorder）是指间歇性狂暴症（intermittent explosive disorder），即road rage，故选D。

18. Which of the following is more common in men than in women according to the passage?

* 解析

选A，综合推断题。文章提到，研究表明这种情况影响到多达1600万美国人，该情况通常出现在14岁左右，而且男性比女性更普遍，其中“这种情况”（the condition）就是全文讨论的中心内容，间歇性狂暴症（I.E.D.），故选A。

Passage Two

Identity theft has been a subject in the news recently. It is considered one of the top crimes in the United States. The Federal Trade Commission estimates that 10 million Americans become victims of identity theft each year.

Identity thieves steal personal information. They collect Social Security numbers, banking records and telephone numbers. They use this information to request loans or get credit cards in the name of the victim. Identity thieves spend a lot on goods or services without paying for them.
 F.T.C. officials estimate more than 52 thousand million dollars in goods and services were purchased last year through identity theft. Victims of identity theft can spend years attempting to re-establish their financial history and good name. Some have been denied jobs or arrested for crimes in which they were not involved.


Identity thieves use several methods to get what they need. They may trick people into giving personal information over the telephone. They also may steal documents containing such information.
 Activist groups have called for new laws to protect the public from identity theft. Recently, a committee of the United States Senate said it would hold hearings on the issue. Two cases of identity theft helped the committee to call the hearings.

文章精要

文章提到，目前美国出现了一种新型犯罪，即窃取他人的个人信息，然后以受害人的名义申请贷款和信用卡，进而大肆消费。这损害了受害者的财政记录和信誉，有人还为此丢了工作甚至被捕。美国参议院一委员会称其近期要就此事举行听证会。

19. Why do identity thieves steal personal information?

* 解析

选B，综合推断题。文章指出，窃取个人信息的人利用偷来的身份信息以受害者的名义申请贷款和信用卡，他们花大量的钱购买商品或服务，自己却不付钱，由此可知，他们窃取个人信息是为了免费消费，从中渔利，故选B。

20. What may happen to the victims of identity theft according to the passage?

* 解析

选C，信息明示题。文章提到身份窃取的受害者要花多年时间来重建自己的财政记录和信誉，有些人被解雇了，或因他们并没有参与的犯罪而被捕，而被捕并不等于被关进监狱，故排除B，选C。

21. How do identity thieves get personal information?

* 解析

选D，信息明示题。文章指出，身份窃贼可能通过打电话骗取当事人的身份信息，或者盗窃包含此类信息的文件，故选D。社会安全号码（Social Security numbers）是罪犯所需信息的一部分，并非得到信息的手段，故排除A。

Passage Three

More than 1 million college students are graduating this year in the United States. The National Association of Colleges and Employers researches the job market for new college graduates. The report for the Class of 2005 offers the best news in 4 years. Compared to last year, employers expect to hire 13 percent more new graduates.


61 percent of the employers in the report said they expect to hire more new graduates than they hired last year. Last year that number was just over 50 percent.

The best chances for jobs may be at manufacturing companies. The report says manufacturers expect to increase their jobs for young people fresh out of college by 13 percent. Service providers expect a 12 percent increase.


The middle of the country appears to be the area with the most demand.
 Companies in the Midwest say they expect to increase their number of new college graduates this year by 26 percent. The report says increases of 15 percent are expected in both the West and the Northeast, and 6 percent in the South.

The National Association of Colleges and Employers says pay offers are up this year in a number of jobs. The highest paying jobs are in computer software design and development.
 The average offer of starting pay is almost 54 thousand dollars.


The lowest pay is for teachers, at just under 30 thousand dollars.
 Other top jobs for graduates this year include accountant, management trainee, sales, financial analyst, construction engineer and registered nurse.

文章精要

文章提到，美国2005年有超过一百万的大学生毕业，但其就业形势还算比较乐观。雇主对应届毕业生的需求较之前有所增加，许多职位的报酬也有所提高，其中报酬最高的是电脑软件设计开发方面的职位，报酬最低的则是教师，当然还有其他许多职位可供毕业生选择。

22. How many new graduates do the employers want to hire according to the passage?

* 解析

选A，信息明示题。文章提到，与上一年相比，雇主期望雇用的应届毕业生人数多出13%，故选A。

23. Which part of the U.S. appears to need most new graduates?

* 解析

选D，综合推断题。文章提到，中部地区是需要人数最多的地方，结合上文可知，此处需要的是应届毕业生，故选D。文章接着提到，中西部地区的公司对应届毕业生的需求将增长26%，西部和东北部将增长15%，南部增长6%，可见增长最多的就是中西部地区，由此也可确定答案为D。

24. Which of the following is the highest paying job?

* 解析

选C，信息明示题。文章指出，收入最高的是电脑软件设计和开发方面的工作。由此可知，电脑软件设计师或开发者收入最高，故选C。

25. Which position would the graduates not like to take in view of the pay?

* 解析

选D，综合推断题。文章指出，收入最低的是教师，由此可知，如果考虑到工资因素，应届毕业生可能不想去作教师，故选D。

Section C

A series of rumors and gossips followed recent reports of a small plane hitting a high-rise (26) 
apartment

 building on New York's Upper East Side. Was it a helicopter or a plane? Was it an accident or a terrorist attack?

The process of people (27) 
sorting out

 bits of fact and fiction, fascinates Nicholas DiFonzo, professor of (28) 
social

 and organization psychology at Rochester Institute of Technology and one of the leading experts on rumor and gossip research. He is (29) 
currently

 researching how rumors spread and die over time as part of a National Science Foundation-funded study.

In his recent book Rumor Psychology
 , DiFonzo and co-author Prashant Borida, associate professor of management at the University of South Australia, present new research and ideas about rumors, which they (30) 
distinguish

 from gossip. “A rumor is what you do when you try to find out the truth with other people,” DiFonzo says. “It's (31) 
collective

 sense making. The classic example is ‘I heard that...’”

Gossip, on the other hand, is sharing information with an (32) 
agenda

 , he says. It could be for entertainment or to (33) 
bond with

 another person or to reinforce a social norm.

“Gossip is more to do with social networks,” DiFonzo says. “A strong (34) 
motivation

 we have as humans is to connect with a group.”

“How do people know what's true is true?” is the question that most interests DiFonzo. His research on rumor accuracy and the role of trust in the spread of rumors seeks to determine how successful people are at (35) 
figuring out

 the truth.
