LIZZIE

( voice over )

Welcome to my nightmare.

COACH KELLY

Group Three, let's go!

TOON LIZZIE

Third period gym.

Like, hello, I wasn't going

for that sticky, sweaty look

when I got dressed this morning.

COACH KELLY

Come on, McGuire!

We don't have all day!

GIRLS

One, two, three, go!

LIZZIE

( voice over )

Okay, we won

that World Cup soccer thing.

Very empowering and fabulous...

if you have a future in cleats

TOON LIZZIE

Which I don't.

LIZZIE

( voice over )

And I wouldn't exactly qualify

as one of those

Future Prom Queens of America.

Not that I mind

but these are the girls who do

book reports

on "The Pocket Guide

to Jennifer Love Hewitt."

COACH KELLY

Come on, you guys!

LIZZIE

( voice over )

And I'm kind of short

on attitude.

TOON LIZZIE

Is it just me

or do they all look like

they're posing for Gap ads?

Which leaves me, Lizzie McGuire.

Not nerd...

not jock...

not brain...

no rebel...

not diva.

I guess you'd say I was "D,"

as in "None of the above."

LIZZIE

( voice over )

According to my mom

I'm at a very difficult point

in my life.

She uses words like "hormones."

JO

I want to take to

you about hormones.

LIZZIE

( voice over )

A lot.

My mom says she remembers

what it was like when she was

my age.

She says everyone's going

through

the same physical and

psychological changes as I am

that we all just handle them

differently.

And except for chat rooms

and brain surgeon Barbies

things aren't

all that different.

And that's what makes us

who we are.

I know she's trying to help,

so I tell her she is

'cause that's pretty much

the only way I can get

out of my room.

THEME SONG

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

MIRANDA

I'm ready for a wish bead.

LIZZIE

( voice over )

My best friend,

Miranda Sanchez.

I'm the only person who knows

she has little dress-up outfits

for her Beanie Babies.

Not the kind of information you

can trust with a lot of people.

GORDO

Okay, you do realize this is

a completely pointless exercise?

MIRANDA

Shut up, Gordo.

GORDO

Because if there really were

magical wish beads

that you could

actually buy

in a store

I think would have heard

something.

MIRANDA

Can you control him?

LIZZIE

( laughs )

LIZZIE

( voice over )

I've known Gordo

since I was one day old.

He's smart and funny

and really creative

and is pretty much right

about everything.

GIRL

Hi, Gordo.

LIZZIE

All right, we're delusional.

We're totally kidding ourselves.

It's something

we like to think.

MIRANDA

Oh, there's a ringing

endorsement.

GIRLS

Truth or dare?

Truth or dare?

KATE

Truth!

GORDO

It's a game based

completely on humiliation

and embarrassment.

Is there not enough

to go around?

( girls giggling )

LIZZIE

( voice over )

Kate Sanders--

She used to be

our other best friend...

until she bought a bra.

Now she won't speak to us.

MIRANDA

Man, it must be nice

to wake up

one day

with a chest and realize

you're not

a social zero anymore.

LIZZIE

Miranda, we are

not social zeroes.

GIRL

Gordo, Julian says

a squid is

the same

as an octopus.

GORDO

Guys, we've been

over this.

DANNY

Hey.

Hey, cool.

LIZZIE

Huh?

Oh! Oh, thanks.

TOON LIZZIE

( voice over )

His name is Danny Kessler

and he's the closest

any of us are ever going

to get to Brad Pitt.

CLAIR

Danny

somebody back here wants

to kiss you!

DANNY

It's a burden.

LIZZIE

We share your pain.

DANNY

So, listen, do you guys know

the Slip Slide?

LIZZIE

You mean the water park

your family owns?

DANNY

Yeah.

Well, we're kind of having

a massive pool party

there on Saturday.

Do you think you guys want

to come?

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Whoa!

DANNY

Great. I'll put you guys

on the list.

GIRL

Oh, Danny...

GIRLS

( giggling )

KATE

Stop it!

DANNY

Duty calls.

Now, who do I have

to kiss?

( girls squealing )

( kissing sound )

MIRANDA

Okay, what just

happened?!

LIZZIE

Oh my god!

SAM

Matt, I told you

I'm not ready for

the motor yet, okay?

No, I'm not going

to paint with that one.

I'm going to use the

little brush, all right?

JO

This is big...

LIZZIE

Big? No.

Mom, this is huge.

This is, like, epic.

JO

Oh, honey, I still remember

my first major party and, oh!

LIZZIE

Mom, Mom, I know how much

you enjoy your trips

down memory lane

but just this once

can this be about me?

JO

Yeah, okay. I'm just saying

it's something you remember

your whole life.

LIZZIE

Duh.

MATT

Can I go?

JO

No.

MATT

Mom?

JO

No.

MATT

(to SAM)

Well, I guess

there's no point

asking you, is there?

SAM

I guess not.

MATT

When I have a family

there's going to be

a whole different

balance of power.

SAM

I wish you a lot

of luck with

that, son.

LIZZIE

I can't believe Danny Kessler

spoke to me.

SAM

And this is

important because?

JO

Kind of

a hunk-in-training.

Spends most

of the bus ride home

swapping spit

with one girl or another.

MATT / SAM

Eww, there's kissing

on your bus?!

LIZZIE

Not all the time.

Mostly it's strip poker.

Kidding!

SAM

Am I the only one upset?

MATT

No. This is the worst thing

I've ever heard!

SAM

Thank you.

MATT

There's no way I'm doing

any kissing.

LIZZIE

Okay, don't worry,

nobody wants that

and I mean, nobody.

MATT

Hey!

SAM

Alright, listen.

I think

we should report this.

JO

Well, go right ahead.

You do have the number for the

executive in charge of hormones?

TOON LIZZIE

See? Again with the hormones.

SAM

All right, look,

are you kissing?

LIZZIE

Back off, Major Dad.

JO

Oh, that's good--

confrontation

'cause that always works.

Listen, it's under control,

okay?

Lizzie and I talk,

right, honey?

JO

Right?

LIZZIE

Constant flow

of communication.

TOON LIZZIE

Most of it coming from my mom.

SAM

Fine.

MATT

Hey, Dad

I'm not sure

about this party.

SAM

You know, he has a point.

LIZZIE

You know, I am also prepared

to feed this entire book

to your gerbils.

SAM

Come on, that's his

favorite book...

Give me the book, Lizzie.

JO

Okay, stop. Come on. Stop.

All right. That's great.

Stop. Come on.

Stop!

MATT

Mom!

JO

Stop! Stop!

Okay, look, it's not an issue.

Obviously, you can't miss Danny

Kessler's pool party, right?

TOON LIZZIE

She's being so great.

Maybe I don't give her

enough credit.

JO

When is it?

LIZZIE

Saturday.

( screaming )

JO

Saturday?

( car crash )

TOON LIZZIE

Huh?

JO

Lizzie, that's Nana's birthday.

LIZZIE

No, Mom, no.

JO

Oh, honey, I wish

there was something

I could do.

LIZZIE

It's not fair, Mom,

I have to be there.

JO

There will be lots

of other times.

LIZZIE

But is Nana going to hate me?

JO

Never.

Why would she?

LIZZIE

Well, for missing her party.

SAM

And I thought we were

getting off easy.

MATT

Bozo, no way you're bugging on

Nana's party!

JO

Lizzie, your grandmother is

turning 80. That's a big deal.

LIZZIE

Two seconds ago

my party was epic!

JO

This is a major family event,

and you're going to be there.

LIZZIE

Can I point out

that Nana did not come

to my birthday this year?

SAM

Because she was in the hospital

having her hip replaced.

TOON LIZZIE

No!

LIZZIE

Okay, does anybody care

about me or my happiness?

MATT

Can I answer that?

JO

No. That's it.

End of discussion.

Dinner's ready.

LIZZIE

And I'm also not hungry.

MATT

Be thankful you have

one easy child.

( bloodcurdling scream )

MIRANDA

You parents are so Blair Witch.

LIZZIE

You know, you can go

if you want to.

MIRANDA

I'm not going

without you.

Would you go without me?

LIZZIE

Of course not.

You know, for all I know

my grandmother's, like,

lying about her age

and she's really, like, 79.

MIRANDA

And then we're missing the party

for nothing.

GORDO

You know what's astonishing?

People are always saying to us,

"Say no to drugs.

Say no to smoking."

But not one word

of the emotional horror

of choosing up sides

in gym class.

It can scar you for life.

Thanks, your support means

the world to me.

LIZZIE

Sorry, Gordo.

I'm in the middle of a crisis.

GORDO

Yeah? Tell me.

I could use a good crisis.

I'm so sick of listening

to all these brain-dead nimwits

twittering on about Danny

Kessler's pool party.

MIRANDA

We may not be

your target audience.

GORDO

Oh, not you, too.

Lizzie McGuire, I'm so

disappointed in you.

LIZZIE

Gordo, give me a break.

I'm allowed to be shallow

once in a while.

GORDO

Look, in life you have

two choices:

One, you get to be super cool

and popular

for a few insignificant years

of school.

Or two, you get to become

a valuable member of society

and gloat about it

at every reunion

for decades afterwards.

You can't have both.

MIRANDA

Where do you get this stuff?

GORDO

My parents are both shrinks.

I read their case files.

Oh, I probably should warn you

if you think you don't like

your body now, just wait.

( bell rings )

KATE

Hey, guys.

MIRANDA

Oh, hi, Kate.

LIZZIE

Hi, Kate.

KATE

Miranda, your mom,

doesn't she know how

to make those mehndi tattoos?

MIRANDA

Yeah.

KATE

'Cause for Danny's party

we're thinking those would be

so totally hot.

MIRANDA

Y-Yeah. I-I mean, sure.

LIZZIE

Maybe you ought to ask

her first.

MIRANDA

Yeah, of course,

I'll ask her.

But she'll definitely do it.

KATE

Great, so maybe after school

we should... hang.

MIRANDA

Absolutely, w-we're always up

for hanging.

KATE

Cool.

MIRANDA

What was I

supposed to do?

She was standing

right there.

I couldn't just

blow her off.

LIZZIE

Yeah, I was standing

right there

and you just blew me off.

MIRANDA

I did not!

When?

LIZZIE

Okay, one question:

Are you going to that party now,

even though I can't?

MIRANDA

What?

You think that just

because my mom's

going to draw

some fake tattoos

on their skin

I would just do

that to you?

Just completely change

my mind and go?

( sighing )

TOON LIZZIE

( sighing )

MIRANDA

Would you be mad?

TOON LIZZIE

( fist landing )

* Yeah, Get ready 'cause here we come *

* Rock steady and have some fun... *

KATE

Come on, 'Randa,

let's sit back here.

* We're cruisin' yeah, we're so tight... *

LIZZIE

'Randa?

* We've got it, yeah, we're all right *

* Yeah, yeah, yeah... *

( jeering )

* Get ready to cruise with the king *

* He's stylish, yeah, he's so slick *

* Wild women, he takes his pick *

* He's special, yeah, he's so fine *

* Them hotties, they stand in line *

* He's on board to do his thing *

* So get ready to cruise with the king. *

JO

( on phone)

You know what I need?

I need a big sign over

my computer

that says, "Jo, shut up!"

'Cause what was

I thinking

volunteering to do

that newsletter?

( to LIZZIE )

Hey, share that with

your brother, okay?

( on phone )

I know...

MATT

Hey!

Mom!

JO

She...

She might do it.

MATT

Mom, Lizzie

changed channels

without even asking,

and I was here first!

Mom!

JO

This is crazy.

I've got to rent

an office.

She might do it.

Would you feel

comfortable calling her?

( glass breaking )

JO

What are you going to say?

MATT

I was here first!

JO

You guys, please, come on!

( on phone )

I have to get out

of this.

So what's a good lie?

Well, you know, a lie is

always more

convincing

than the truth, isn't it?

( chuckles )

I mean, you can't argue with,

"My hard drive crashed

I don't know

what happened."

LIZZIE

Mom, I think I might

be sick the day

of Nana's birthday.

JO

Marian, hold on...

JO

You're going.

Get your mind around it.

LIZZIE

So it's okay for you

to bug out of stuff

you don't want to do

but it's not

okay for me?

JO

Of course not...

I mean, of course...

This is very

different, honey.

LIZZIE

Yeah, you don't have

anyone making you do

the stuff you

don't want to.

JO

Um, I have to call

you back, okay.

Lizzie.

Come back here, please.

LIZZIE

No!

MATT

I don't know what

you see in her.

LIZZIE

( voice over )

It's okay, it's okay.

I don't need my mother.

I don't need my best friend.

I don't need anybody.

I'll be a loner... independent.

A woman who runs

with the wolves.

( wolves howling )

SAM

Lizzie.

LIZZIE

( voice over )

Great, they've sent

in the understudy.

LIZZIE

I'm doing my homework.

SAM

I haven't seen you all day.

LIZZIE

I look pretty much the same.

JO

That's it?

That's all you got?

SAM

Hey, I got a body part

in the room.

That's more than

you can say.

JO

But she won't

talk to anyone.

I mean, she hasn't

even called Miranda,

which is really weird.

SAM

Okay.

JO

Don't you even care

what's going on?

SAM

Yes, fine. I'll go back

in and ask her.

JO

Well, wait a minute.

This isn't your area

of expertise.

SAN

Our child is not

my area of expertise?

May I remind you

that I'm the one

that potty-trained her?

JO

Yes, I know, I know--

you're enshrined in the

Parenting Hall of Fame.

It's just that I'm

talking about girls.

They can be really toxic

to each other.

They gossip, they ridicule

and sometimes your

best friend can be

your worst enemy.

SAM

That's really more than

I wanted to know.

JO

When you go back in

pretend you're looking

for the hairbrush.

SAM

I get it.

I'm looking for

the hairbrush

and then I ask her.

JO

No, no. no, no, no!

Then you make

a completely neutral

observation

on a completely

unrelated topic.

SAM

So I back into

the question?

JO

Yeah... No, no!

Don't even

go near it

unless she is

making eye contact

with you and speaking

in complete sentences.

SAM

Does this take long?

Should I bring

some trail mix?

[ Jo watches SAM and LIZZIE talking on the patio ]

SAM

Wow, her life has so much

emotion... so much drama.

It's completely

exhilarating

to have her open up

like that to me.

JO

How nice for you.

LIZZIE

I can't believe she

could just do that to me.

Just like completely

blow me off.

Oh, she's such

a total hypocrite...

which she will

never admit!

GORDO

Well, you can't

really admit to

being a hypocrite

because, well, then

you're not a hypocrite.

LIZZIE

Gordo, what goes on

in your head?

Is it just like one

continuous game show?

GORDO

I was listening.

If you want my opinion...

LIZZIE

No, I just want your aces.

GORDO

Well, you're getting both.

Give your mom a break.

It's no great deal

being grown up.

My mom's idea of fun

is watching CNN while

she's on the treadmill.

Hey, I'd snap, too.

LIZZIE

Listen, Judge Judy

if I thought you were

going to take their side

I wouldn't have started

this conversation.

So don't even try

defending Miranda.

Because there's nothing

you can say.

Fine, say it.

GORDO

I just don't see how

you can be so mad

at her for doing

the one thing

you want to do so much.

LIZZIE

That's not it. You know,

I don't even care if she goes.

GORDO

You just don't want her

to have a good time.

LIZZIE

N-No... no.

GORDO

Look, I know how you feel.

My best friend was going

to go to this party without me.

LIZZIE

So you can't go either?

GORDO

I wasn't invited.

LIZZIE

Oh, that stinks.

GORDO

Yeah, but there are just some

things you get used to.

And let me tell you,

that isn't one of them.

LIZZIE

So was your friend going anyway?

GORDO

Turns out she can't.

It's her grandmother's

birthday.

LIZZIE

That's an amazing coincidence.

GORDO

Thought you'd think so.

LIZZIE

Hey.

JO

Hey.

Well, I wanted

to be the one

to tell you that it looks like

you get to go

to the pool party after all.

LIZZIE

Why?

JO

I just got off

the phone with Nana.

( bloodcurdling scream )

JO

And she's going to Las Vegas

with her girlfriends

from her club.

They have entered themselves

in the World Series of Poker.

( laughs )

Well, okay...

LIZZIE

Mom?

JO

Hmm?

LIZZIE

Future reference...

uh, Dad's really bad with

that hairbrush routine.

JO

Hairbrush routine?

LIZZIE

Yeah, the one where

you have something

you want to talk to me about

so you strike up

a casual conversation

while pretending to look

for the hairbrush.

JO

The hairbrush routine--

I know it well.

Lizzie...

we've got some whoppers

ahead of us.

LIZZIE

Don't ruin the surprise.

JO

I guess all I'm trying

to say, honey

is that I know

we talk a lot...

I talk a lot, okay...

about the changes that

you're going through.

But just try

to remember

that the only thing I want

is the only thing

I've ever wanted--

and that's just for

you to be happy.

Okay?

Come here...

TOON LIZZIE

See?

And that's why it pays

to let your parents yammer.

Every once in awhile

they hit on something

you really need to hear.

[ the song "Why Can't We Be Friends" by Smash Mouth plays ]

* Why can't we be friends? *

* Why can't we be friends? *

* Why can't we be friends? *

* Why can't we be friends? *

* I've seen ya, I've seen ya *

* I've seen ya round for a long, long time... *

LIZZIE

( voice over )

As it turns out

I decided not to go

to Danny's party.

Gordo says it's always useful

to confound your peers

by not doing the thing

that's expected of you.

I have no idea if he's right

but I figure if you're going

to listen to anybody

it might as well be a guy

who spends

an entire Saturday helping you

tie-dye your sheets.

* ...Kind of like to be the president... *

TOON LIZZIE

So, maybe I missed the defining

event of my adolescence.

But, then again,

maybe the defining moment

is realizing that there

really is no such thing.

Yeah, that's it.

GORDO

Truth or dare?

LIZZIE

You hate that game.

GORDO

I know. Just pick truth.

LIZZIE

Um...

GORDO

Am I complete germ?

LIZZIE

No.

GORDO

On a scale of one to ten?

LIZZIE

Gordo, I am not going

to give you a germ rating.

( doorbell ringing )

MIRANDA

Hi.

LIZZIE

Hi.

GORDO

(to MIRANDA)

Scale of one to ten,

what's my germ rating?

MIRANDA

Seven.

GORDO

Better than I expected.

MIRANDA

So, are you

speaking to me?

LIZZIE

Do I have to call

you 'Randa?

MIRANDA

Only if you have

a death wish.

That's cool.

When did you do that?

GORDO

Today.

LIZZIE

Me and Gordo did it.

MIRANDA

You mean you could've

come to the party?

LIZZIE

Except I really didn't

have anyone to go with.

MIRANDA

Okay, I know,

I've been a creep.

LIZZIE

Shyeah!

MIRANDA

Well, if it makes you

feel any better

I had a stunningly bad time.

GORDO

At the risk

of sounding petty...

go on.

MIRANDA

Kate's ankle swelled up

from something in

the mehndi, and she

totally blamed me.

So I had to sit with her

the whole time

in the girls'

locker room.

LIZZIE

through a clothing crisis.

MIRANDA

What about your

denim thing?

( whip cracks )

LIZZIE

Too Shania Twain.

( phone clicks )

LIZZIE

Hold on--

call-waiting.

( beeps )

LIZZIE

Hello?

GORDO

You, uh,

hung up on me

and you didn't look

for the hacky-sack, did you?

LIZZIE

Gordo, I am in the middle

of a fashion meltdown.

GORDO

All righty,

then.

Chicks.

( beeps )

LIZZIE

That was Gordo,

obsessing about his hacky-sack.

MIRANDA

Boys.

MATT

Lizzie, I need the phone.

LIZZIE

Well, that's a big problem

for you

isn't it?

( door closes )

LIZZIE

Oh, my gosh, you are so lucky

you got that Delia's outfit.

MIRANDA

Three dollars an hour

to clean Mrs. Fernelius's

backyard isn't exactly luck.

( growling and barking )

MATT

Lizzie--

phone!

LIZZIE

I was thinking

more like

Sarah Michelle Gellar thing--

powerful but still cute...

( karate yells

and blows landing )

LIZZIE

...or something classy,

like Gwyneth at the Oscars.

( fanfare playing )

( audience roaring )

MATT

Phone, phone, phone!

( blows raspberry )

MIRANDA

What about

that red top you just got?

LIZZIE

( gasping ):

Ooh, ooh, the halter

with the bare midriff,

oh, and my black hip-huggers.

It'd be so

"Oops!... I Did It Again."

( dance music playing )

MATT

Mom!

Dad!

Lizzie's talking about dressing

like Britney Spears!

Man, she's hot.

LIZZIE

Code Blue--

I'll have to call you back.

Three...

two...

one.

JO

Honey, do we need

to talk about this?

SAM

Britney Spears is the

one who got all...

developed, right?

MATT

Thank you.

SAM

I really don't want

her going to school

looking like that.

TOON LIZZIE

Not a problem.

I couldn't possibly look

like Britney

for at least five more years

and, like...

five million sit-ups.

LIZZIE

Matt is exaggerating.

I was just talking to Miranda

about what to wear

for my school picture.

JO

Well, I thought you were going

to wear the sweater

that Gammy McGuire sent you

for Christmas.

SAM

That's right,

the red one.

( scary music playing )

( horse neighing )

LIZZIE

Oh...

I changed my mind.

JO

Well, you loved it

when you got it.

Why wouldn't you wear it?

TOON LIZZIE

Maybe 'cause it's hideous

and it makes me look like

a cookie-elf.

LIZZIE

It's just I thought it was

kind of warm to wear a sweater.

SAM

No, it's cool out.

Besides, it would really

mean a lot to Gammy McGuire.

LIZZIE

( sighing ):

It's-It's just...

SAM

Come on, Lizzie,

Gammy's not getting

any younger.

Who knows how much longer

she'll be with us?

LIZZIE

She is only 61,

and she teaches windsurfing...

( surfing music stings )

LIZZIE

...and her mom is still alive.

MATT:

What do you mean

you didn't do the math homework?

BOY

I was going to.

MATT

I'm supposed to get it from you.

BOY

Angels in the Outfield...

MATT

I don't care

if Angels in the Outfield

was on last night.

I'm going to get in trouble

without that homework.

BOY

Sorry, Matt.

MATT

Thanks a lot, you muggle.

BOY

Oh, yeah,

there's going to be a pop...

MATT

What? There's going

to be a pop quiz, too?

I'm toast.

( footsteps descending )

MATT

There's no way I can go

to school today.

See you.

LIZZIE

But what if, like, the picture's

behind a red backdrop?

I mean, my head'll

just be floating there.

( bubbles popping )

JO

Honey, I'm sure it's going

to be a neutral background

and it's an adorable sweater.

Don't you think so,

Matt?

MATT

What? Uh...

Oh, I think I'm going

to throw up.

SAM

Don't make fun of your

sister's sweater, Matt.

Gammy McGuire really

loves you kids.

MATT

No, I don't feel good.

I think I'm sick.

JO

Uh-oh.

Let me feel your forehead.

Well, you feel warm

but I can't tell

if you have a fever.

You go upstairs.

I'll come up

and take your temperature.

MATT

( moaning )

JOHere, I want you

to get some food in you

and don't worry--

you look so cute.

It's going

to be a big hit.

[ the song "Absolutely (Story of a Girl)" by Nine Days playes ]

* This is the story of a girl *

* Who cried a river and drowned the whole world *

* And while she looks so sad in photographs *

* I absolutely love her *

* When she smiles... *

( gasping horrifically )

* How many days in a year? *

* She woke up with hope but she only... *

( needle scratching )

MIRANDA

What?

That's not really

"Oops!... I Did It Again."

That's just, "Oops."

( horse neighing )

LIZZIE

My stupid brother got

my parents involved.

They picked it out.

MIRANDA

Ouch.

LIZZIE

My grandmother gave it to me

for Christmas.

It's just a picture.

Will you stop staring at me?

MIRANDA

It is not

"just a picture."

We're in middle

school now.

These pictures

don't just go home

in an envelope.

These pictures

get published...

in the yearbook.

RUDY

( choking and snorting )

( laughing )

MIRANDA

Your sweater

just gave

Rudy Velasco nose-milk.

This is serious.

These pictures

will be seen

by everyone... forever.

LIZZIE

"Forever"?

MIRANDA

Forever.

I mean... haven't you seen

your parents' yearbook pictures?

( camera shutter clicking )

( horror music plays )

LIZZIE

I've got to get home and change.

MIRANDA

Go.

[ the song "Absolutely (Story of a Girl)" continuing ]

JO

(on phone with SAM)

Yeah, I'm taking

his temperature right now.

(to MATT)

Your father's very concerned

about you.

SAM

I'm really worried.

JO

I know, you are.

(to MATT)

He is concerned.

Here.

( pops )

JO

Oh, my...

102.

Wow.

You stay put.

You are not going

to school today, young man.

SAM

Are you sure it's a 102?

JO

(to SAM)

Yep, 102

on the nose.

You're probably right

about the flashlight trick.

( whispering ):

And there it is.

Oh, he's

totally faking.

Where do they learn

these things?

From some kid handbook

we don't know about?

SAM

You'll just have

to take care of him.

You know what I mean.

JO

Oh, don't worry.

No, I'll take care of him.

SAM

I'm sure you will, honey.

JO

Okay.

I'll see you

tonight. Bye.

(to MATT)

How you feeling,

sweetie?

MATT

( moaning )

JO

(moans sympathetically)

You know what you need?

Some soup.

MATT

Chicken noodle?

JO

No, borscht.

It's cold beet soup.

A lot of Vitamin C.

Real good.

MATT

I hate beets.

ETHAN

Yo, Gordon.

GORDO

Uh, hey, Craft.

What's up?

ETHAN

Have you gotten your

picture taken yet?

GORDO

No. Fourth period.

Why?

ETHAN

'Cause we've got

this great plan.

See, when all the guys

get their pictures taken

the last minute, we're

all gonna do this.

GORDO

Gonna do what?

ETHAN

Do this.

GORDO

Oh.

ETHAN

Isn't that great?

GORDO

It's awesome.

ETHAN

We're straight-up

playas, man.

That'll show

the faculty.

GORDO

Show them... what?

ETHAN

Well... s...

That we mean business.

So, you in?

GORDO

I don't know.

ETHAN

You better not be

against us, man.

You got to survive

this school

and it's a long

time till summer.

GORDO

I may not even

have my picture taken.

I'm going

to tell my teacher

I grew up

with Kalahari Desert Bushmen

and I believe

if someone takes my picture

they'll steal my soul

away from me

and I'll be doomed

to eternal wandering.

ETHAN

You're weird.

GORDO

( sighs )

MIRANDA

You don't get your picture taken

till sixth period.

There's got to be someone

you can borrow an outfit from

by then.

GORDO

What's going on?

( brakes screeching )

GORDO

Whoa.

MIRANDA

( sighs )

LIZZIE

( sighs )

Long story, Gordo.

GORDO

I got time.

LIZZIE

( inhales deeply )

Okay, my grandmother...

( speech fast-forwarding

at high-speed )

( horse neighing )

( high-speed speech continuing )

( raspberry )

( high-speed speech continuing )

...and, like, when I got

to school, no one would

swap sweaters with me.

GORDO

I didn't know your grandmother

taught windsurfing.

LIZZIE

Thanks, Gordo,

that's really helpful.

You know, every school

picture I've ever taken

has been colossally lame:

sixth grade, braces;

fifth grade

bee sting on my nose;

and, like, fourth grade

missing tooth.

For once, I'm going

to look good

in my school picture.

GORDO

I don't know why

everyone's obsessing

with these pictures.

You're freaking out

because of a sweater.

LIZZIE

How I look in this picture

has a lot to do

with what everyone in school

thinks about me.

GORDO

You really care what

a bunch of jocks

and cheerleaders

think about you?

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Shyeah!

GORDO

How you look in a picture

doesn't mean

you're a good person.

I'm studying John Wilkes Booth

in history.

He looked good in pictures

and he was

kind of a jerk.

TOON LIZZIE

It can be a little tough

when one of your two

best friends

says things that are...

kind of bizarre.

MIRANDA

Well, John Wilkes Booth

wasn't trying

to get Danny Kessler

to like him.

TOON LIZZIE

When both

of your best friends do

you just learn to deal with it.

LIZZIE

I got to go get an outfit.

( bubbles popping )

( suspense music stings )

( alarm buzzer blaring )

[ Screen title: ]

[ Same ]

[ Blouse ]

[ ]

[ Same ]

[ Skirt ]

[ ]

[ UH-OH! ]

TOON LIZZIE

Throughout the animal kingdom,

it's a well-known fact

that the males fiercely compete

to establish themselves

within the herd.

( jungle sounds )

TOON LIZZIE

But in middle school,

girls get in on the action, too.

KATE

You're not wearing that.

MIRANDA

I'm not? It feels

like... I am.

KATE

I looked for this outfit

for weeks,

and you had better change

before sixth period.

MIRANDA

Okay, I'll change.

I'll pretend

you're not a big

snot-faced snot-head.

( cats screeching )

KATE

You are not wearing that.

LIZZIE

"Snot-faced snot-head"?

MIRANDA

Well, I think

I made my point.

MATT

Okay, I'm done.

JO

Well, that's

my little trooper.

Bet you feel better now.

MATT

Yeah.

I mean, no...

I still feel pretty sick.

( drums playing on TV )

JO

No, no, no. What you need

is some peace and quiet.

MATT

I do?

( TV turning on and off )

JO

Oh! Honey, you're burning up.

MATT

I am?

JO

Yeah. I got to

sweat this fever

out of you.

MATT

We do?

JO

Yeah. I want you

to go upstairs.

I'm going to turn

on the vaporizer

and I'll wrap you up

in the old wool blanket.

MATT

But it itches.

JO

Well, only if you move around

and you'll be wrapped up

so tight

you won't be able to.

MATT

So, after I sweat,

I can watch TV?

JO

Uh-huh.

MATT

Can I get some water

before we go upstairs?

JO

Sure, honey.

Go ahead.

MATT

[ removing jalapenos from refrigerator ]

These always make

Dad's head sweat.

( gasps loudly )

( alarm blaring )

( flash bulb )

( boy yelling )

PHOTOGRAPHER

Next!

( shutter clicking )

LIZZIE

Hey, Gordo.

GORDO

No luck finding

an outfit, huh?

LIZZIE

Oh, plenty of luck--

all bad.

Bethany Adelstein says

I can borrow her sunglasses

so maybe people won't know

who the poor little she-geek is.

BOY

Ow! My eyes!

PHOTOGRAPHER

Next!

( shutter clicking )

GORDO

You got to trust me-- this

picture is not important.

LIZZIE

It's not important to you;

it's important to me.

BOY 2

Aah! Aah!

PHOTOGRAPHER

Next!

( shutter clicking )

GORDO

I just don't see why

we should give in

to all the peer pressure.

LIZZIE

Because we have peers

and they put pressure on us.

Like, if it was just you and me,

I wouldn't care how I looked.

But I do have to live

in this world.

GIRL

But I wasn't ready yet!

LIZZIE

Nice try, Gordo, but...

I'm not going to let that

happen to me.

( girl screaming )

PHOTOGRAPHER

Smile. One, two, three.

Boy 3

( yells )

PHOTOGRAPHER

Next.

ETHAN

Remember, Gordon...

PHOTOGRAPHER

Smile.

That is not a smile. Smile.

One...

ETHAN

( voice over )

You got to survive

at this school

and it's a long time

till summer.

LIZZIE

( in GORDO's mind )

How this picture comes

out has a lot to do

with what everyone in

school thinks about me.

PHOTOGRAPHER

Two...

Three.

Ugh.

Next.

TOON LIZZIE

Outfit, outfit,

who's got the outfit?

Lisa Chung?

No. She blew me off.

Allison Gendel?

She smells like feet.

Tamara Scarpati?

Oh, yeah, like that's

going to work.

Parker Mckenzie.

Nah. She hates me

since I sat on her Titanic

lunch box in fifth grade.

I'd rather die

than go crawling to her.

LIZZIE

Hey, Parker!

Great shoes.

PARKER

Uh-huh.

LIZZIE

I mean, no, seriously

those are like

majorly fabulous.

PARKER

Whatever.

Yours are okay, too, I guess.

LIZZIE

You like them? Because you

can borrow them anytime.

TOON LIZZIE

( muffled shouting )

LIZZIE

And maybe I could borrow

something from you

like, um...

maybe your blouse.

PARKER

Oh, that's right.

I heard you were begging people

for their clothes.

Everybody thinks

that's really creepy.

TOON LIZZIE

Your shoes suck!

MATT

( soft groaning )

JO

Hey... tummy still jumbled?

MATT

Um... no.

JO

Oh, good! You can help me

wind some yarn.

MATT

Do I have to do this?

JO

Yeah. Only until

your body cools down.

You still seem

kind of feverish to me.

MATT

Um... could I get some soda

crackers for my stomach?

JO

Sure, honey.

As soon as you cool down,

you can watch some TV.

LIZZIE

( groans )

GORDO

Come on.

LIZZIE

What?

GORDO

Come on-- I want to

show you something.

LIZZIE

Gordo, I'm busy,

and this is important.

( gasps )

( groans )

GORDO

My thing's more important.

( "Hallelujah Chorus" playing )

GORDO

Take your pick.

LIZZIE

Gordo, where'd

you get these?

GORDO

The drama department

is putting on a play.

The girl in charge

of costumes

owed me a favor.

She needed a partner

for a clog dancing class.

( polka playing )

LIZZIE

I thought you thought this whole

school picture thing was stupid.

GORDO

I do, but certain

events have happened

that made me realize

that stupid things

can still be important.

LIZZIE

You caved on the Ethan Craft

stone-face thing, didn't you?

GORDO

Yes, but I still think that

who you are as a person

is more important than how

you look in a picture.

LIZZIE

So as long as I'm a good person

it's okay that I still want

to look pretty?

GORDO

Yeah, it's okay.

LIZZIE

Thanks. I want the white one.

This is so cool. So retro.

It's so...

absolutely perfect.

JO

Well, as long as

you're sitting

let's do some fraction

drills, huh?

103?!

Oh, my gosh,

you're really hot.

Oh, honey, how did

you get so sick?

MATT

I don't know. Hot peppers...

ice in my pants.

No more yarn.

JO

Oh, my gosh,

you're delirious.

Lie down, lie down. Okay.

Mommy is going to go

and make the soup

you like, okay?

And then I'm going

to run to the store

and I'm going to get

some ginger ale.

And I want you to

rest, all right?

Oh, you don't feel

good, do you?

MATT

I feel awful.

Being sick is complicated.

( cat screeching )

[ KATE talking to ED ]

MIRANDA

Perfect outfit.

Very Kirsten Dunst

meets South Beach.

We're going to look

so good in

our pictures.

LIZZIE

I know.

Thanks to Gordo

I'm actually looking

forward to next period.

GORDO

Your pineapple

looks like a skunk.

LIZZIE

Hey, it does.

MIRANDA

Why do we have to draw fruit,

anyway?

I'm going to draw 'N Sync.

GORDO

You make pineapples

look like skunks.

Imagine what you'd do

to Justin Timberlake.

LIZZIE

( voice over )

Why is Kate being

all nice to Ed?

And what's he doing with paint?

TOON LIZZIE

I know. Kate's got a plan.

She's hired Ed

to whack Miranda's outfit.

Miranda worked hard for three

months to get that outfit.

Her picture will be ruined.

GORDO

Hey, what are you doing?

MIRANDA

( gasps )

( screaming )

GORDO

Miranda, look out!

LIZZIE

No! No!

MIRANDA

Are you okay?

GORDO

I cannot believe

you did that.

TOON LIZZIE

I can't believe it, either.

But Miranda would jump

on a paint grenade for me.

Besides, green's very in

this season.

And it's not like

I was the only one

whose picture came out weird.

PHOTOGRAPHER

(to KATE)

Smile.

(to ETHAN)

Smile. Come on.

Your mother's going to see this.

(to MIRANDA)

Smile.

LIZZIE

( voice over )

Miranda looked way awesome,

and Gordo turned out great--

all moody and troubled,

like Freddie Prinze Jr.

TOON LIZZIE

But like Gordo says,

I'd rather be a good person...

...then look good in a picture.

Besides...

I like the way I looked.

[ the song "Absolutely (Story of a Girl)" by Nine Days playes ]

* The way she smiles... *

SAM

Well, she does

have the sweater.

JO

Oh, yeah.

SAM

And we don't have

to worry about ordering

wallet-sizes this year.

JO

Uh!

SAM

Hmm.

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

LIZZIE

A on me Marker!

MAN

Very quiet. We're rolling.

GORDO

Why is everyone obsessing

with these pictures?

You're f...

MAN

Cut!

( laughing )

MAN

Action.

MATT

Oh!

JO

Are you okay?

MATT

( laughter )

I tripped on the rug.

LIZZIE McGUIRE

"Rumors"

Production Code 103

1. INTERIOR SCHOOL - HALLWAY - DAY

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, I know

what you're thinking.

Me, Lizzie McGuire, cheerleader?

What up with that?

I mean, nothing could be

more superficial

demeaning and shallow.

Cheerleading is like this plot

to make girls feel bad

about themselves.

( heavy metal guitar solo )

( heavy metal song plays )

TOON LIZZIE

But I hope I make it!

I hope I make it!

MIRANDA

in front of the

whole school?

LIZZIE

Uh, I have a chance.

GORDO

Uh, if you

LIZZIE

LIZZIE

And that's why

I didn't ask.

GORDO

I just don't understand

this herd mentality

that, you know,

tells us what to wear

what to watch,

what to eat.

Mmm! McNuggets!

TOON LIZZIE

Look, I had no idea

it was going to be this bad.

( sheep bleating )

TOON LIZZIE

All right, that's it.

I am so out of here.

GIRL

McGuire?

Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Oh, th-that's me.

( techno pop song plays )

TOON LIZZIE

The only thing worse

than my cheerleading was...

...nothing.

At least I didn't try out

for javelin.

Ow!

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

SAM

I never liked

cheerleaders, anyway.

They were always so snooty.

And you, Lizzie McGuire,

are no snoot.

LIZZIE

Dad, really, it's,

it's no big.

TOON LIZZIE

No big at all.

I merely cemented

my social status

to that of a nobody for--

oh, I don't know--

eternity!

JO

Lizzie, if it makes

you feel any better

I was never

a cheerleader

and my life turned

out just fine.

LIZZIE

That's relative.

Look what you

have for a son.

MATT

Here, ugly, little Lizzie.

Here, girl.

LIZZIE

What did you

call that thing?

MATT

Ugly.

LIZZIE

You called it Lizzie.

MATT

Well, there's no denying

the resemblance.

JO

Hey!

SAM

Children.

MATT

Oh, Dad, here's

her instructions.

SAM

Oh, that's cool.

Look at that.

Lighting, humidity

constipation.

LIZZIE

I'm outtie.

Book report

due tomorrow.

I haven't even

finished the book.

JO

Uh, Lizzie...

Are you sure

you're okay?

LIZZIE

Mom, it's, it's fine, really.

I'm not the...

"cheerleader type."

I'm, I'm more of a... band geek.

JO

Lizzie McGuire,

you are not a geek.

You are beautiful.

You have great friends.

Gordo and Miranda

are wonderful kids.

You're, you're smart.

You're decent.

You're compassionate.

TOON LIZZIE

Here we go--

JO

You're cute, funny, talented...

TOON LIZZIE

Pep talk number 243

from The Mother & Daughter

Handbook.

JO

...and there's nothing

geek about you...

TOON LIZZIE

It's not that what she's saying

is so bad.

JO

...I will not allow you to...

TOON LIZZIE

It's just that I've heard it

17 times already today

which makes the whole thing

even more pathetic than usual.

JO

A-a-and you're helpful

around the house.

SAM

You forgot "kind

to strangers."

JO

Yeah, she's that, too.

MATT

And don't forget--

she's housebroken.

[
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( computer chimes )

LIZZIE

Ooh, Miranda.

MIRANDA

I'm telling you now

to avoid

major devastation tomorrow.

LIZZIE

"Kate made cheerleader"?

( pouts )

Well...

you know why she made it,

don't you?

( computer chimes )

LIZZIE

( laughs )

Because Kate stuffs her bra.

( computer chimes )

MIRANDA

( giggles )

( screen beeps )

MIRANDA

Man, locked up again.

Huh?

Uh-oh.

LIZZIE

You mean

the instant message went out

to everyone in the whole school?

MIRANDA

Just the people

with computers.

GORDO

Oh, that, that can't

be more than, uh, 86%.

LIZZIE

I'm over.

Kate is going

to crush me.

KATE

Okay, which one of you did it?

LIZZIE

I-I...

Uh... uh...

I-I-I... uh...

KATE

You what?

LIZZIE

Uh... I...

Um... um...

Uh...

MIRANDA

I did it, Kate.

I'm really sorry.

BOY

( sneezes loudly )

Hey, Kate!

Got any extra tissue?

( boy guffaws )

KATE

You are so going

to pay for this.

TOON LIZZIE

I cant believe I'm standing here

letting Miranda take the rap.

What am I made out of, jelly?

( squishing sound )

MIRANDA

What's your problem?

I said I was sorry.

TOON LIZZIE

On the other hand, how lucky

to have a friend like Miranda,

who handles conflict so well.

KATE

Well, "sorry" doesn't cut it.

I'd watch it if I were you.

MIRANDA

Is that a threat?

KATE

Could be.

See you around.

MIRANDA

Oh, I'll be around.

( huffing )

LIZZIE

Okay, why did

you do that?

Why didn't you

just let me tell Kate

that I sent

the instant message?

MIRANDA

Please, you can't handle

this kind of conflict.

LIZZIE

Yes, I can.

What are you

talking about?

GORDO

You ate strawberry ice cream

at Bethany Edelstein's

birthday party

even though

you're allergic.

MIRANDA

You swelled up

like a balloon.

( balloon expanding )

( popping )

LIZZIE

I was being polite.

I happen to handle conflict

just fine.

MIRANDA

Instant replay, Lizzie.

"I... I... I..."

LIZZIE

Okay, so maybe I'm not

the best with it

but I cannot let you do this.

MIRANDA

I'm not scared of Kate.

LIZZIE

Oh, and, like, I am?

( howls and screams )

LIZZIE

Okay, so maybe a little.

MIRANDA

I don't mind, really.

Finally standing up

to Kate might be... fun.

TOON LIZZIE

Who am I to deny my best friend

the thing that makes her happy?

SAM

She was in there

this morning.

JO

You don't think...

she could have

escaped, do you?

( rock song plays )

* This was all a sad mistake *

* It's not my fault at all *

* It wasn't meant to be this way *

* Where are you now? *

* Tell me, where are you now? *

JO

Honey?

Honey?

Honey?!

MIRANDA

Danny Kessler wants

to talk to me?

CLAIR

That's what he

told me in Soc.

There he is,

over there.

MIRANDA

LIZZIE

Ugh!

( laughs )

MIRANDA

Hi, Danny.

DANNY

Um, hi.

MIRANDA

Claire said you wanted

to talk to me.

DANNY

Uh... no.

MIRANDA

Really?

DANNY

Yeah.

MIRANDA

You're sure, because...

KATE / CLAIR

( laughing )

MATT

Mom! Dad!

JO

Hey!

Home early, huh?

MATT

Yeah. Mrs. Gerber

let me out early

to check on Lizzie.

SAM

Huh. That's cool.

MATT

Yeah, she even gave me

this bag of worms

to feed her as a treat.

SAM

Worms? Food--

that reminds me

I've got a great

lunch for you. Come on.

MATT

Here, Lizzie. Here, girl.

Hmm, she must be still sleeping.

SAM

Really?

JO

Where?

MATT

There.

JO

Oh, I thought that

was a stick.

( laughs )

Oh!

MATT

Her color's weird.

She seems...

grayer than usual.

Hmm, colder, too.

You did change her water

this morning, didn't you, Dad?

SAM

Me? I thought you...

JO

Of course he did.

MATT

Then... why is her...?

Then... why is she...?

She looks...

dead!

Do you know what this means?

I'll never be able to show

my face in school again.

Not ever.

( yells )

[ the song "Dirty Deeds Done Dirt Cheap" plays ]

* He's giving you the blues *

* You want to graduate, but not in his bed *

* Here's what you've got to do *

* Pick up the phone, I'm always home *

* Call me anytime *

* Just ring 36-24-36, hey *

* I lead a life of crime *

* Dirty deeds done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds, and they're done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds, and they're done dirt cheap! *

* Yeah! *

( instrumental break )

MIRANDA

(in LIZZIE's dream)

Please, you can't handle this

kind of conflict... conflict.

GORDO

(in LIZZIE's dream)

Lizzie, you're a coward...

coward.

( instrumental break continues )

* Dirty deeds done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds, and they're done dirt cheap! *

* Dirty deeds, and they're done dirt cheap! *

* Yeah! *

LIZZIE

Ugh! I think I'm

getting an ulcer.

GORDO

Big deal, so you

can't handle conflict.

I can't handle broccoli.

So, I learned

to avoid it.

That's all

you're doing.

LIZZIE

I can't figure out

which one's worse:

Me feeling guilty

because I'm letting

Miranda fight

my battle...

or being petrified

at the thought

of telling Kate

the truth.

GORDO

The herd will learn

to follow a new path.

You'll see.

( sheep bleats )

LIZZIE

I don't know...

MIRANDA

Good, you guys are here.

LIZZIE

Please tell me

you and Kate made up.

KATE

Sanchez!

( bloodcurdling scream )

MIRANDA

Not exactly.

GORDO

Oh, man.

Y-you've taken this

thing nuclear.

KATE

You've really done it now.

MIRANDA

Well, you know me--

I'm a big fan of color.

Welcome to the club.

TOON LIZZIE

I think I can, I think I can...

LIZZIE

Kate, wait.

KATE

What?

LIZZIE

Uh...

Ni-nice manicure.

KATE

Whatever.

You just wait, Miranda.

If it's

the last thing I do

I'm going to get you.

TOON LIZZIE

I can't.

SAM

We are gathered

here today to bid adieu

to Lizzie the lizard.

MATT

She was a good lizard.

JO

Yes, she was.

LIZZIE

Right.

She was a good lizard.

SAM

Matt, you wanted to say

a few words?

MATT

When I think of Lizzie,

the things I remember most are...

( buzzing )

MATT

...the way she looked at me

and smiled

when I came home with her treat

and the way...

her beady little eyes shined

and the way

her tail wagged.

Lizzie was more

than just

a class project to me.

She was a friend.

A good friend.

MATT

( echoing voice )

( in LIZZIE's mind )

A good friend.

MIRANDA

( in LIZZIE's mind )

I did it Kate.

I'm really sorry.

KATE

( in LIZZIE's mind )

You are so going

to pay for this.

MIRANDA

( in LIZZIE's mind )

Is that a threat?

KATE

( in LIZZIE's mind )

It could be.

See you around.

MIRANDA

( in LIZZIE's mind )

Oh, I'll be around.

SAM

Lizzie,

the service is over.

JO

Matt, what do you say

we rethink bringing home

the hamsters next month?

MATT

Are you kidding?

Like I'm even showing

my face in school after this.

I can't show up

without Lizzie.

SAM

Matt, your classmates

will understand.

MATT

Two weeks ago

Gina Meyerhoff accidentally

stepped on the class centipede.

She only sprained

one of its legs.

But Gina...

After two days of torture

she asked to be moved

to another class.

Nobody's heard from her since.

Rumor has it...

she fled the country.

SAM

(to JO)

You know, I swear

that manual didn't

say a thing

about changing

the water.

JO

Whatever.

Murderer.

LIZZIE

( exasperated sigh )

JO

Knock, knock.

TOON LIZZIE

Please don't ask me

what's wrong.

Please don't

ask me what's wrong.

Please don't

ask me what's wrong.

JO

What's wrong?

Come on.

LIZZIE

What tipped you off?

JO

Well, you seemed

so sad downstairs

and I know you could

care less about your brother

or his lizard.

So... spill.

LIZZIE

Okay.

Did you ever let someone

take the blame

for something that you did?

JO

Yeah.

I backed my dad's car

into a tree

and I let my sister

take the blame.

TOON LIZZIE

Ha! I knew it.

Mom's not perfect;

she only pretends to be.

LIZZIE

So... what happened?

JO

Finally, I just broke down

and told everybody the truth.

LIZZIE

Did you get in trouble?

JO

Yeah.

But I felt a lot better.

Honey, I don't know

the details here

but if it's something

that you think you can fix

then you should, sweetie.

Because, who knows

you might feel good enough

to start being mean

to your brother again.

LIZZIE

Oh, Kate, there you are.

Miranda-- she didn't start

that rumor.

I did.

But I'd back off

if I were you.

Unless, of course,

you want things to get ugly.

So... how was that?

MATT

Who cares?

My lizard's dead.

LIZZIE

Matt, pay attention.

LIZZIE

Okay.

Kate!

KATE

Yeah?

LIZZIE

I just wanted to...

KATE

Well?

LIZZIE

Okay, I just wanted

to tell you that...

KATE

I haven't got all day.

LIZZIE

Right. I just wanted

to tell you that, um...

Um...

Your shoelaces are untied.

KATE

Freak.

MIRANDA

Did you just call

my friend a freak?

KATE

She would have to be a freak

to be your friend.

MIRANDA

I'm not the one

with green hair.

KATE

That's it!

I've gone easy on you.

That little stunt

with Danny Kessler

and the posters

all over the school--

those were nothing.

I'm a cheerleader--

I can turn the whole school

against you.

MIRANDA

The whole school?

KATE

No. Just everyone

who's going to the pep rally.

JO

Poor Matt.

His confidence must be

so shaken.

I mean, Lizzie the lizard--

alive one day

dead and buried the next.

SAM

Huh?

JO

What?

SAM

It says here,

lizards hibernate.

"They appear dead

while they're actually...

sleeping."

JO

Well, that's great!

SAM

Yeah.

JO

Now Matt can take her

back to class and...

SAM

Uh-oh.

Trouble!

JO

Matt!

( lid squeaks )

MATT

She's really sleeping?

JO

Oh, sure.

Can't you hear her snoring?

MATT

They sleep on their backs

with their little feet

up in the air like that?

SAM

There's something in here

about sleeping positions.

MATT

Okay.

JO

Uh, honey, why don't

you keep the box open

'cause she could

probably use some air.

SAM

Yeah, just a thought,

Matt.

You might want to turn her

back over on her little feet

before you bring her

back to school.

MATT

Yeah... sure.

GORDO

Why is going to a pep rally

required?

Like the school day

isn't embarrassing enough

without having

to sing about it?

KATE

I actually feel

kind of sorry for her.

CLAIR

Really?

KATE

No.

LIZZIE

Okay, that's it.

I can't take it anymore.

I have to tell her.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, don't.

I can handle this.

LIZZIE

I can totally

handle this.

Possibly.

No, no.

You know what?

I can handle this.

I started this

whole thing

and I'm finally going

to take responsibility

and I'm going

to finish it.

( bell dinging )

LIZZIE

Kate.

We've got to talk.

KATE

Yeah?

LIZZIE

I...

Um...

I-I...

KATE

Ticktock, ticktock.

LIZZIE

Miranda didn't do it;

I did.

KATE

Did what?

LIZZIE

Um... I-I... um...

KATE

Hello? Bored.

LIZZIE

Um...

Hey!

KATE

You touched me!

LIZZIE

Yeah. I wasn't finished

talking to you.

KATE

What has gotten

into you?

LIZZIE

Okay, listen.

Miranda didn't write

that instant message; I did.

I was jealous

that you made cheerleader

and I didn't.

I'm sorry about what I wrote;

it was rude.

And I wish I could take it back.

KATE

Wow.

I have to say, Lizzie

I didn't think you had it in you

to stand up to me.

Good for you.

LIZZIE

I've been practicing.

I guess that means

you're not going to ruin

Miranda's life?

KATE

No, of course not.

That would be mean.

TOON LIZZIE

Never laid a glove on me.

CLAIR

Okay.

KATE

Okay.

ALL

One, two, three... huh!

( up-tempo beat plays )

* U-G-L-Y *

* You ain't got no alibi *

* You ugly *

* Yeah, yeah, you ugly *

* U-G-L-Y *

* You ain't got no alibi *

* You ugly *

* Yeah, yeah, you ugly *

* U-G-L-Y *

* You ain't go no alibi *

* You ugly *

* Yeah, yeah, you ugly *

* Two, four, six, eight *

* Who's the girl we love to hate? *

* Lizzie, Lizzie *

* Big loser *

* Loser *

* Lizzie, Lizzie *

* Big loser, loser *

* Big loser! *

ALL

All right!

( cheering and hollering )

LIZZIE

This is so not good.

( cheerleaders cheering

and hollering )

( bell dings )

( birds chirping )

LIZZIE

You're right, Miranda.

Standing up to Kate was

actually... fun.

MIRANDA

But everyone's

staring at you.

LIZZIE

Hmm.

Well...

at least they know

who I am now.

BOY

Hey, loser!

LIZZIE

I feel empowered

and strong.

I mean, I feel like...

a huge weight's been lifted.

MIRANDA

Well, I, for one,

am glad it's over.

LIZZIE

Yeah, and

Next time I'll try

to step up a little quicker.

BOY

Did you guys hear?

Larry Tudgemen picked his nose

and had a snack, and Danny

Kessler caught it on tape.

( laughing )

GORDO

Well, you're officially

yesterday's news.

The herd's moved on.

MIRANDA

So, you guys want to go see

if we can find a copy

of that tape?

LIZZIE

Let's go.

GORDO

Yeah.

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

LIZZIE

Marker.

( clicks )

( rock song plays )

* This was all a sad mistake *

* It's not my fault at all *

MATT

It won't open.

DIRECTOR

Cut.

* Where are you now? *

DIRECTOR

And... ready?

TOON LIZZIE

I merely cemented

my social status

to that of a nobody for--

oh, I don't know-- eternity!

Whoa!

LIZZIE McGUIRE

"I've Got Rhythmic"
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BOY

Hey, I aced it.

GIRL

Look out, Harvard.

( buzzer signaling )

TOON LIZZIE

Surprise, another B.

It's not bad.

It's just... a B--

boring... bland...

blah... blah again.

( bell dings )

( popping )

( bell dings )

( flashbulb popping )

TOON LIZZIE

Ever notice that everyone seems

to be great at something?

LIZZIE

Hey, great necklace.

MIRANDA

Thanks. I made it

out of soda cans.

TOON LIZZIE

See what I mean?

All I can do with a soda can

is recycle it.

GORDO

No, don't-don't turn

that way.

I'm losing my shot.

TOON LIZZIE

Gordo's in search

of his next documentary

and I can barely take

a Polaroid.

( yells )

MIRANDA

What's up?

LIZZIE

Mmm, English test grades

are up.

MIRANDA

Another B?

LIZZIE

What else?

I am so sick

of getting Bs.

I want an A

at something.

GORDO

You could be

an actress.

You look pretty good

through the camera.

LIZZIE

You think?

GORDO

Sure.

LIZZIE

( giggling ):

Cool.

GORDO

Or a stuntwoman.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

MIRANDA

There's absolutely nothing

happy about Mondays

beginning with the dreaded

and most feared

Coach Kelly.

LIZZIE

Shyeah,

queen of the gym-nauseum.

MIRANDA

Evil PE Sorceress.

( cackling )

MIRANDA

I wonder what

our new sport is this time.

LIZZIE

Whatever it is,

I bet I'm just as bad at it

as I was at archery.

( missile falling )

LIZZIE

Coach Kelly

shouldn't park her car

so close to the field.

COACH KELLY

Rhythmic gymnastics...

a combination of gymnastics

and ballet

requiring supreme skill

and coordination.

TOON LIZZIE

And floppy shoes

and a red clown nose.

LIZZIE

You've got to be kidding me.

MIRANDA

This is a pimple on the

face of women's sports.

LIZZIE

Yeah, you think

she gets paid extra

for humiliating us?

COACH KELLY

You can use the ball

the hoops, the clubs

or the ribbon

in any combination

but let's just start

with the basics for today.

MIRANDA

Girls PE totally sucks.

LIZZIE

Yeah, they don't make

the boys do

freaky stuff

like this.

They get to do

all the cool things.

COACH KELLY

Any volunteers?

MIRANDA

No.

( gasps )

( whimpering ):

Inside voice,

inside voice.

COACH KELLY

Miranda...

did I

just hear you volunteer

to demonstrate?

MIRANDA

Um...

COACH KELLY

Good.

Then why don't you show us

how it's done?

( drumroll )

MIRANDA

( gasps )

Oops.

I'm going to go

get them. Bye.

COACH KELLY

Kate, why don't you

show us

how it's really done?

KATE

Okay.

Let's see if I can.

( drumroll )

KATE

Ow!

( laughing )

COACH KELLY

Looks like you'll be needing

a little extra practice, Kate.

KATE

There must be some mistake.

I am good at everything.

Can't I just

try again?

( laughing )

COACH KELLY

Lizzie McGuire!

LIZZIE

( gasps )

COACH KELLY

Something amusing you?

LIZZIE

No, n-not really.

COACH KELLY

Then amuse me

with your ribbon skills.

LIZZIE

Okay.

Um... Coach... I...

I don't think

I really know h-how to...

COACH KELLY

Flunk?

You need some help?

LIZZIE

No.

( zapping )

TOON LIZZIE

Well, that's just perfect.

I find the thing I'm great at

and it's the stupidest thing

in the world.

What's next, Riverdancing?

KATE

Hey, Coach, um, I figured out

why I dropped the clubs.

See, I still had moisturizer

on my hand

to keep my skin soft and supple.

Can you believe it?

Anyway, um...

I was just hoping

that I could have

a second chance

if that would be

at all possible.

COACH KELLY

Okay, Kate.

KATE

Now?

COACH KELLY

Yeah.

KATE

It'd be my pleasure.

(to LIZZIE)

I don't care

if this is dorky.

It's just one more thing

I'm better at than you are.

Watch and learn.

( drumroll )

( laughing )

COACH KELLY

Okay, then

are we finished now?

KATE

There's something wrong

with this stupid ribbon.

COACH KELLY

Thank you, Kate.

May I have a

moment alone

with Lizzie?

TOON LIZZIE

Thank goodness my best friend

would never leave me alone

with Coach Kelly.

( motorcar racing )

TOON LIZZIE

Uh... maybe it's time

for that "best friend" talk.

COACH KELLY

Lizzie, in all of my

years of teaching

I have never seen

someone take to rhythmic

gymnastics like you.

You're like a

duck to water.

TOON LIZZIE

You're like a

bird to the sky.

You're like a...

"Loo" to a "ser."

LIZZIE

W-Well, I-I guess

it was pretty good.

TOON LIZZIE

I'm good at burping...

( belches )

but does that make it a sport?

COACH KELLY

Lizzie, I want you to

represent our school

in the upcoming

rhythmic gymnastics

regional competition.

( national anthem playing )

COACH KELLY

You're an incredibly

talented athlete.

LIZZIE

Really?

COACH KELLY

No...

( needle scratches )

COACH KELLY

but you are

good at this.

TOON LIZZIE

That was almost a compliment.

Maybe I should think about this.

COACH KELLY

We'll talk later.

( door closes )

KATE

( giggling )

MIRANDA

Something funny?

KATE

Yeah, your friend.

Tell her she must

be really proud

to have finally found

her calling--

Queen of the Ribbon Dorks.

MIRANDA

Face it, Kate--

You're just mad

'cause she's great at it

and you stink at it.

( clanks )

MIRANDA

See ya.

Wouldn't wanna be ya.

GORDO

So, what'd Coach Kelly want?

LIZZIE

Well...

( fanfare trumpeting )

( clock ticking )

LIZZIE

But I... but I shouldn't do it,

right?

I mean, we think

this whole thing's

kind of ridiculous, don't we?

Don't we?

MIRANDA

No, it's...

cool.

LIZZIE

Oh, come on, Miranda.

I think we all know

that rhythmic gymnastics is

a little bit lame.

MIRANDA

Lame is such

a strong word.

It's lame-ish, but...

GORDO

But the important thing is

I have a topic

for my documentary--

The Making of a Champion.

MIRANDA

And it is something you're

better at than Kate.

( clangs )

LIZZIE

True, I-I do like that part.

GORDO

So, you are going to do it,

right?

( clock ticking )

LIZZIE

I don't know.

So, you think

I should do it?

JO

An Olympic sport?

Absolutely.

SAM

Maybe next time,

they'll have the Olympics

someplace really good

like Hawaii...

or Orlando.

LIZZIE

Isn't rhythmic gymnastics

just a little bit lame?

MATT

Ding, ding, ding,

we have a winner.

SAM

Matthew...

LIZZIE

See? Even lame-o

knows it's lame.

MATT

Well, thank you.

Hey, wait a minute.

LIZZIE

Then again, how many talents

do you get in one lifetime?

MATT

I have six.

One is that curlycue thing

I can do with my tongue.

Two is saying

anyone's name backwards--

Tarzan-- Nazrat.

Three is eating

spoonfuls of wasabi.

Four is...

LIZZIE

Plus, you always said I could do

anything if I set my mind to it.

MATT

Really?

Well, you never told me that.

SAM

You sure?

( crowd cheering )

MAN

And the gold medal goes

to Lizzie McGuire!

( cheering )

( chanting ):

Lizzie! Lizzie! Lizzie!

GORDO

We can't push Lizzie

into doing something shameful

just because I want

to make a documentary

and you want

to one-up Kate.

MIRANDA

We can't?

Okay, we can't.

You're right.

GORDO

Being humiliated

during puberty

can have deep and lasting

psychological consequences.

MIRANDA

You've been into your dad's

shrink files again, haven't you?

GORDO

His Tuesday at 3:30

is really scary.

MIRANDA

( laughs )

LIZZIE

Hey, guys.

MIRANDA

Oh, Lizzie...

we need

to talk to you.

LIZZIE

Oh, good.

I have been up

thinking about rhythmic

gymnastics all night

and I've had

a big attitude adjustment.

GORDO

And, uh, how do you feel

about that?

LIZZIE

Great.

I can win this thing.

I know I can.

I feel strong and determined

and I wanted to find

something I was good at

so... I found it

and I'm 100% going for the gold.

MIRANDA

You are?

GORDO

Well, I think we've had

a major breakthrough.

LIZZIE

Thanks.

MIRANDA

What do we do now?

GORDO

Lights, camera, action.

( alarm buzzing )

( up-tempo pop intro )

* I need your attention *

* Attention *

* I need your attention *

* The sun is rising *

* It's shining on a brand-new day *

* A new beginning *

* Showing you a new way *

* You feel it building *

* It's flowing like a tidal wave *

* It's time to do it *

* Get up and show it *

* We and the both of us now *

* No! *

* And shout *

* No! No! *

* Check it out *

* No! *

* And me *

* No! *

* Everybody must shout *

* No! *

* And shout *

* No! No! *

* Check it out *

* No! *

* And me *

* No! No! *

( instrumental break )

* I need your attention *

* Attention *

* I need your attention *

* Attention *

* Got to get up, got to do it *

* Got to boom-boom, got to do it *

* Got to get up, got to do it *

* Got to boom-boom, got to do it *

* Got to get up, got to do it *

* Got to boom-boom, got to do it *

* Got to get up, got to do it *

* Got to boom-boom, got to do it *

* Oh! *

TOON LIZZIE

( whimpering ):

Yo.

MIRANDA

Whoa! You look

like Neve Campbell

at the end of Scream.

LIZZIE

Which is pretty good

compared to the way I feel.

I'm hurt, I'm tired, I'm hungry

and I wish they would vote me

off this island.

GORDO

Wow, morning,

superstar.

Did I mention how great

you look on film?

This "Making of a Champion"

is turning out so cool.

You'd better get

an Oscar speech ready.

KATE

Well, if it isn't

Miss Rhythmic Gymnastics.

TOON LIZZIE

Well if it isn't Miss Clubfoot.

KATE

What's your email, Lizzie?

Lizzie@biggiantloser.com?

( laughing )

GORDO

Could you say that one more time

for the camera, Kate?

I'm trying to cast the part

of the bitter, talentless girl.

LIZZIE

Kate, you're great

at everything.

Why can't you let someone be

better than you at one thing?

KATE

Because I'm not about

to sit back

and let the dorks take over.

You'd better watch your step,

McGuire.

LIZZIE

I'm not the one

with the ankle brace.

( clanging )

( whistle blowing )

COACH KELLY

Excellent!

Again.

Now, come on,

give me

five more of those and

really make 'em sing.

Again.

( cat yowling )

( cat shrieks )

COACH KELLY

Again.

( whistle blows )

KATE

Hi, Larry.

LARRY

Hi, Kate.

KATE

Oh, you know my name?

I didn't even think

you noticed me.

LARRY

( chuckling )

Yeah, me not

notice you, right.

( braying laughter )

KATE

Wow. That looks

so complicated.

LARRY

No not really.

I'm just growing

some penicillin resistant

strains of bacteria.

KATE

Oh.

LARRY

No, I'm just kidding--

it's mold!

KATE

( laughing )

Of course it is.

Larry, could I ask you

a little favor?

LARRY

Mm-hmm.

JO

Honey, you want

to try this on?

Mmm, smells so good.

What are you making?

LIZZIE

Chocolate chip cookies.

JO

Something

bothering you?

LIZZIE

No. Why?

JO

Well, the night before you

started middle school

you made brownies.

When your parakeet flew away,

you made muffins.

When Miranda went to summer

camp, you made banana bread.

You're baking;

something's bothering you.

TOON LIZZIE

What's bothering me is

I'm trying to win

a gold medal in geek.

LIZZIE

I guess I'm a little stressed

out about this gymnastics meet.

JO

Oh, honey, you're working so

hard, and you're so good at it.

The most important thing

is that you're doing

something you love

and you're giving it

your best shot

and your dad and I

we'll be proud of you

no matter what.

But I have a feeling

you're going to win.

MATT

Of course she is.

She's the dork champion

of the world.

LIZZIE

( scoffs )

( up-tempo music playing )

GORDO

Plucked from obscurity

Lizzie McGuire has overcome

insurmountable challenge...

ANNOUNCER

That was Tracy Curtis

from Fairoaks Middle School.

Next up, Lizzie McGuire

from North Hills Junior High.

MIRANDA

Hey, Gordo,

what are you looking at?

( up-tempo music plays )

* When the spotlight lands on you *

* Suddenly you star *

* It's your light *

* That's when it's your turn *

* To light on fire *

* Watch it burn *

* It's your moment *

* Let it shine *

* When it's all eyes on you *

* Show 'em where you come from *

* When it's all eyes on you *

* Stand up! *

* Stand up... *

* Eyes on you... *

* ...standing still *

* That's the moment when you... *

TOON LIZZIE

Note to self: bring extra hoop.

* ...your best friend *

GORDO

Going somewhere, Kate?

KATE

( nervous giggle )

Just...

getting

a little...

a little air.

GORDO

Tell it to the camera,

sunshine.

KATE

( nervous chuckle )

( applause continues

in auditorium )

ANNOUNCER

First place goes

to Lizzie McGuire!

JO

Hey! We're so

proud of you.

SAM

Our little

champion.

Oh, you were

great, sweetie.

LIZZIE

Thank you.

SAM

Really great.

Look at your medal.

LIZZIE

That-that's

just great

but can I be honest

with you guys?

SAM

Sure.

JO

Always.

LIZZIE

Okay. Well,

I totally appreciate

how supportive

you guys...

SAM

Lizzie, you don't

have to thank us.

JO

We've loved

every minute

of it, honey.

SAM

You were so great.

LIZZIE

I wasn't finished.

SAM / JO

Oh.

LIZZIE

TOON LIZZIE

I know what you're thinking.

TOON LIZZIE

Am I insane?

I can't pack that.

I might as well pack

the pink ducky pajamas.

LIZZIE

Sorry, Mr. Snuggles.

( oinks )

TOON LIZZIE

Here's the lowdown on our trip.

Downside: bugs, snakes and

my science teacher Mr. Pettus.

Upside: 48 hours in the woods,

parentless.

( quacks )

Just me, Miranda, and Gordo.

It's like Survivor

but for school credit.

THEME SONG

Non-dorky pajamas?

LIZZIE

Check.

GORDO

Check.

MATT (on phone)

Mom wants to know

if you have batteries

for your flashlight.

LIZZIE

Mom, Matt's

on the phone!

JO

What are you doing?

Respect your sister's privacy.

(to LIZZIE over phone)

Honey, do you have batteries

for that flashlight?

LIZZIE

Mom, I'm talking

to my friends.

JO

I know that;

I'm sorry.

Hey, you guys.

Hey, Gordo,

hey, Miranda.

GORDO

Hi, Mrs. McGuire.

MIRANDA

Hi, Mrs. McGuire.

JO

You guys are going to have

the best time camping out

staying up all night,

telling ghost stories.

You know, I remember...

LIZZIE

Okay, Mom, there wasn't

enough clean underwear

for me to pack.

JO

Oh, my. Bye, guys.

GORDO

Brilliant ruse.

MIRANDA

Have you guys gotten

"The Talk" yet?

GORDO

You mean the "Stick

With Your Buddy" talk?

LIZZIE

No, but I'm sure

it's coming.

I'll see you guys

on the bus.

GORDO

If I don't get lost first.

LIZZIE

( giggles )

MIRANDA

( giggles )

LIZZIE

Mom, I'm old enough

to pack by myself.

Plus,

it's only overnight.

JO

I know

but it's not like

you're going overnight

to Miranda's house.

You know, I can't

just swing by

if you forget something.

I mean, you're taking

this big step

into this whole new world

and I just want to make sure

that you're fully prepared

( voice cracking ):

before I let you go.

Now, I want you to listen

to your chaperone

and stick with your buddy.

TOON LIZZIE

Disappear once in a mall

when you're six

and you're branded for life.

MATT

Why can't I go camping?

SAM

We'll camp this weekend

with your mom.

In the house.

MATT

But it's not the same.

I mean, you won't

even let me

light a campfire

in the living room.

JO (to MATT regarding SAM)

Oh, I know,

he's such a wet blanket.

(to LIZZIE)

Honey, you don't have

any toilet paper in here.

LIZZIE

Mom, it doesn't say to pack

any toilet paper on the list.

JO

Well, you can't go

to the woods

without toilet paper.

TOON LIZZIE

If humiliating me

were an Olympic event

my mother would

take home the gold.

( bell rings )

( camera shutters clicking )

KATE

Hey, Lizzie, we were talking

and wanted to know

if you remembered

to pack Mr. Snuggles.

( oink, oink )

LIZZIE

Mr. Snuggles?

KATE

You know, your fuzzy

little piggy

that you can't

sleep without?

One time at a sleep-over

Lizzie forgot

to pack Mr. Snuggles

and her mommy had to

come and drop him off.

Oh, and you had those

great pajamas, too.

What were they,

pink puppies?

MIRANDA

They were ducks...

( quacking )

...not puppies.

KATE

Whatever.

Did your mommy

remember to pack

your pink ducky pajamas?

Or has she stopped

shopping at Dorks 'R Us?

GORDO

So, Kate,

besides an "F" in science

what else do you

expect to find

in the woods today?

KATE

To tell you that

I'd have to talk to you.

Which I don't.

GORDO

I wonder if Spielberg

started this way.

LIZZIE

Thanks, Gordo.

MIRANDA

What about me?

I helped.

LIZZIE

Yeah, Miranda,

you helped her.

"No, they were

pink duckies."

MIRANDA

I tried.

GORDO

Well, I'm off to record

adolescent milestones.

Danny, what do you expect

to find in the woods?

DANNY

Something like...

When Wild Animals Attack.

( growls )

GORDO

Repeat after me: "Would you

like fries with that?"

DANNY

Huh?

GORDO

Ethan, that's an

interesting choice

of clothing for a camping trip.

Care to explain it?

ETHAN

Get that camera

out of my grille, dawg.

( record scratches )

MIRANDA

That was almost

the shortest

filmmaking career ever.

GORDO (to LIZZIE)

Get me before

Mr. Pettus comes in.

LIZZIE

Okay, Gordo.

What do you expect

to find in the woods?

GORDO

Well, I expect to find

a lot of animals.

I really like bears...

MR PETTUS

Okay, kids, listen up.

A final announcement

before we load up the bus.

There's a small problem

with the girls' chaperone.

It seems our own Mrs. Stebel

ate a little something...

Well, no need

to badmouth the cafeteria.

( retching )

Now, don't worry--

we don't have to cancel

because we found

a last-minute replacement.

MIRANDA

Ugh, I hope

it's not Coach Kelly.

I secretly think that she

and Mr. Booth, the janitor

are the same person.

LIZZIE

Or Mrs. Nangle.

She has the

weirdest teeth.

I saw her eating

lunch once.

Ooh, scary.

GORDO

Anyone you get is going

to be better

than Mr. Pettus.

I put a frog in his

lab coat on Monday.

( ribbits )

It's still there today.

LIZZIE

Well, let's see who our

Mystery Chaperone is.

MR PETTUS

And here she is.

A big round of applause

for the chaperone

who stepped in

and saved the day--

Mrs. McGuire!

( horror movie music plays )

TOON LIZZIE

This is not happening,

this is not happening

this is not happening!

JO

Hey, guys.

MIRANDA

Hey, Mrs. McGuire.

GORDO

Hi, Mrs. McGuire.

TOON LIZZIE

Not happening!

LIZZIE

Mom, what are

you doing here?

JO

Weren't you listening?

Mrs. Stebel

ate in the cafeteria.

LIZZIE

Mom, I swear

I won't get lost.

JO

Well, of course

you won't get lost, honey

'cause I'm going

to be your buddy.

And don't worry,

I won't embarrass you

'cause remember,

I'm a cool mom.

TOON LIZZIE

McGuire's a common name.

Maybe people will think

it's a coincidence.

KATE

Hi, Mrs. McGuire.

Did Lizzie forget to pack

Mr. Snuggles again?

JO

Mr. Snuggles

wasn't invited.

But I remembered

to bring enough

toilet paper

for everybody.

( horror movie music )

TOON LIZZIE

Guess what?

You can die of embarrassment.

MATT

Where's Mom?

SAM

On her field trip

with Lizzie.

MATT

Mom's chaperoning

Lizzie's field trip?

SAM

Yep.

MATT

Lizzie's going to hate that.

Cool.

SAM

It's just us men tonight.

MATT

Men, men, men, men,

men, men, men...

SAM

Son, why don't we see what

Mom left us for dinner.

Hmm...

( piercing scream )

MATT

It's that tuna-

noodle casserole

she's been trying

to get us to eat

for the past

three weeks.

SAM

Oh, man, that is

just plain mean.

MATT

It says to heat

at 350 degrees

for 20 minutes.

SAM

I don't think heating

is going to help.

It's just going

to make it angry.

( low growl )

MATT

We're going to

starve, aren't we?

It's just going to

be like that movie

where everybody

starved, isn't it?

SAM

We're not going to starve.

MATT

We aren't?

SAM

No, son.

We're going to cook.

MATT

( screaming )

We're going to starve!

Oh, we're going

to starve.

SAM

Matt, don't you worry

your spiky little head.

I've got it under control.

MATT

( screams )

We're going to starve!

( insects chirping )

MR PETTUS

The object of this afternoon's

hike is to identify

and classify as many species of

plants and animals as possible.

We're going to split up

into two groups.

The girls will be led

by Mrs. McGuire.

They will be the Tagi.

JO

Yeah!

( doink )

MR PETUS

And the boys will be

led by myself

We will be the Pagong.

The group who identifies

the most species

of plants and animals

will not have to eat

a rat for dinner.

I-I-I'm kidding, of course.

(notices the frog in his pocket)

He must've jumped into my pocket

when we got off the bus.

JO

Well, that means

( weakly ):

JO

What are we going to do?

You guys go, "Win."

GIRLS

( weakly ):

Win.

JO

Okay, then.

TOON LIZZIE

Tonight on LizzieVision:

"When Good Moms Go Bad."

* Is there somewhere else that I could be? *

* Anywhere but here is fine with me *

* Searching, searching low and high *

* There's nothing here as far as I can see. *

MIRANDA

I was right! It is

a Yellow-Bellied Sapsucker.

JO

Excellent job.

High five,

girlfriend!

TOON LIZZIE

My mom just high-fived

my best friend.

And the worst part is

she actually thinks

she's being cool.

( twinkling sound )

JO

Okay, "Yellow-

Bellied Sapsucker.

"Found in woodlands.

Drills holes

in bark to..."

SAM

Salt?

MATT

Got it.

SAM

Half a dozen oranges?

MATT

Got it.

SAM

One whole duck?

A whole duck.

Huh.

MATT

No got it.

We've got hamburger

and Fudgsicles.

SAM

You know, duck isn't

entirely necessary

for duck l'orange.

We'll improvise.

The best chefs in the world

always think on their feet.

MATT

I got a bad feeling about this.

(talking to the oven mitt hand puppet)

Me, too.

JO

...and that is the story

of the Yellow-Bellied Sapsucker.

( snoring )

JO

Come on, girls, get up.

( dingdong )

JO

Wow, it's really quiet.

( suspenseful sounds )

It is too quiet.

( rustling )

JO

Do you see something?

LIZZIE

No.

Is anybody there?

GORDO

Pagong!

( screams )

Pagong!

( screaming )

( yelling )

Pagong!

( girls screaming )

Pagong!

Pagong!

( screaming )

Pagong!

JO

Stop.

LIZZIE

Oh!

How could you do that?!

GORDO

I was just

getting in touch

with my hunter-

warrior instincts.

LIZZIE

Gordo!

GORDO

Survival of the fittest?

LIZZIE

Gordo!

GORDO

It was Ethan's idea.

LIZZIE

( growls )

( screaming )

JO

Don't leave your buddy!

LIZZIE

That was so unfair.

How could we have

identified anything?

Our guidebooks were soaked!

MIRANDA

Mr. Pettus should've

disqualified them.

KATE

That was the grossest thing

I have ever done.

MIRANDA

I can't believe

I touched a worm.

LIZZIE

A worm?

Try hundreds of worms.

( gagging )

KATE (to LIZZIE)

You know, this is all

your mother's fault.

She is a terrible leader.

What a waste of a manicure.

MIRANDA

It doesn't matter

whose fault it is.

The point is, we have

to get back at the boys.

Any ideas?

LIZZIE

Earthworms...

in... their... bunks.

JO

Absolutely not, Lizzie.

TOON LIZZIE

At 6:27 on Friday night

my mother destroyed

what was left of my life.

JO

There is no way

we are putting

earthworms in the

boys' bunks tonight.

TOON LIZZIE

Forget the boys.

Mom's getting earthworms

in her bunk tonight.

MIRANDA

Oh, yeah. Someone would have

to take them in there.

Do we really

want to touch

the worms again?

( gagging sound )

JO

Forget it, and besides,

boys like earthworms.

LIZZIE

We have to get them back

and the only thing we have

more of than earthworms is...

toilet paper.

Maybe we should fill

their bunks with toilet paper.

( gasps )

( bell dings )

JO

Oh, that's a great idea.

LIZZIE

Huh?

* We can be winners, we can deliver *

* We've got a plan *

* 'Cause we're no fools *

* We're no fools *

* And our team rules *

* Our team rules! *

* Our team rules! *

* We're gonna master any disaster *

* We'll take a stand *

* But if we run out of luck *

( smoke alarm ringing )

* Get ready to duck *

* Get ready to duck! *

SAM

Maybe we shouldn't have tried

to make duck l'orange.

MATT

Especially not

with hamburger.

SAM

You know, the tuna-noodle

casserole is sounding

pretty good.

MATT

That's the hunger talking.

Dad?

Are we going to die?

( crickets chirping )

MIRANDA

Okay, come on.

Now, this is fun.

LIZZIE

You wouldn't be saying that

if it was your mom.

MIRANDA

My mom wouldn't lead

a midnight teepee raid

on the boys' tent.

JO

Okay, this is it.

KATE

Mrs. McGuire...

are you going to get us

into any more trouble?

JO

Yeah, you may get in trouble.

Well, stay in the tent

and let the boys

have their victory.

Stay in the tent and

maybe you won't

get detention.

Or...

you can follow me...

and teepee.

MIRANDA (to LIZZIE

Here.

Do your war paint.

LIZZIE

Are you kidding me?

Stop encouraging her!

MIRANDA

Come on. If this was

anyone else's mom

you'd be having

the time of your life.

LIZZIE

Exactly, but it's not.

JO

Okay, girls,

we have this one chance...

this one moment

to get back at the boys.

Don't let your digging

for earthworms

be in vain.

Who are we?

GIRLS

Taaaaagi!

JO

What are we going to do?

GIRLS

Win!!

JO

Let's do this.

( squishing )

JO

You guys, go! Get out!!

Go! Run back to the tent!

( boys snoring )

BOY

Aah!

BOY2

Oh...

MR PETTUS

Mrs. McGuire?

JO

( echoing scream ):

No!

( whistling explosive )

( splashing )

( laughter )

JO

Tagi.

MATT

Pizza's good.

Got here quick, too, huh?

Dad, we've got to hang out

more often.

MR PETTUS

What was with

the toilet paper

that you brought?

JO

Listen, you're just

being so unfair.

I can't even believe

I'm having this conversation.

MR PETTUS

I'm being unfair?

You...

GORDO

Detention for a year

is the odds-on favorite.

LIZZIE

Ugh, you're not helping.

KATE

This whole thing

was your stupid idea.

Now your mom's going

to tell and we're all

going to be in trouble.

Thanks, Lizzie.

MIRANDA

Well, you did it, too.

KATE

Whatever.

MIRANDA

She's right.

We're so busted.

GORDO

It happens.

LIZZIE

No. I cannot get

detention.

People like me don't

do well in detention.

I'll never survive.

It'll go on

my permanent record.

I won't be able

to get into college

and I'll end up dipping cones

at the local Dairy Freeze.

GORDO

I like those cones.

I'll be going now.

MR. PETTUS (to JO)

That's not how a chaperone

should act.

( birds singing )

JO

Okay, kids...

listen up.

MIRANDA

Mrs. McGuire...

are we going to have

detention forever?

JO

Girls, when you're an adult

you learn

that all of your actions

have consequences.

KATE

Knew it.

JO

And you have to live

with those

consequences, good or bad.

MIRANDA

It's gonna be bad.

It's gonna be real bad.

JO

But one good thing

about being a kid

is that you have parents

who can sometimes bail you out.

I told Mr. Pettus I acted alone.

I took the rap.

( joyful notes play )

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, just when you're ready

to trade her in

for a new model,

your mom does something cool

and you realize

she's pretty much

the coolest mom

in the whole world.

LIZZIE

Mom.

JO

Oh, what have I done

to annoy you now?

LIZZIE

Okay, I guess I've been

a little hard on you.

JO

Yeah.

LIZZIE

Then I'm sorry...

because I'm really

glad that you could

come along on this trip.

JO

You are?

LIZZIE

Yeah.

JO

Honey, I know having

your mom along

wasn't exactly what you had

in mind for this weekend.

LIZZIE

Well, not exactly.

But I think everyone

really kind of wishes

that you were their

mom right now.

And I'm really glad

that you're mine.

JO

[raises her hand for a high-five]

LIZZIE

Ooh!

High fives are always

really dorky, though.

JO

Oh. Thank you.

LIZZIE

( giggles )

Who are we?

GIRLS

Tagi!

LIZZIE

What are we going to do?

GIRLS

Win!

JO

Okay, let's get

on the bus.

LIZZIE

Kate.

I think you owe me

an apology.

KATE

I don't owe

you an apology.

LIZZIE

You're right.

You owe my mom an apology.

You know, without my mom

this trip would have

been canceled.

She dug worms with us,

and she took the blame

for something we all did.

Now, you owe her an apology.

KATE

You're insane.

LIZZIE

Whatever happened to the Kate

I used to be friends with?

The Kate I used to have

sleepovers with?

Or the Kate that I have pictures

of with her favorite teddy bear?

Um... Mr. Stewart Wugglesby?

( doink )

( alarming sound )

KATE

So, where's your mom?

Um, Mrs. McGuire...

( school bell rings )

GIRL

Hi, Lizzie.

Hey!

Way to go!

TOON LIZZIE

The next Monday at school,

my mom was pronounced

Coolest Mom Ever, of all time,

in the history of the universe.

GORDO

She could always lead

next month's teepee raid

during the museum

field trip.

Lizzie, is your mom

chaperoning that?

LIZZIE

I don't think she'll be

chaperoning for a while.

TOON LIZZIE

Sometimes you do get

the best of both worlds:

a cool mom...

and a parent banned

from all school field trips.

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

LIZZIE

Without my mom...

( laughter )

I can do this,

I can do this...

( gasps )

KATE

( screaming )

That was not funny!

( laughing )
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MR PETUS

Good morning, everyone.

LIZZIE

Are you sure we're not

getting graded on this?

GORDO

Chill.

It's not a real test.

There are

no right and wrong answers.

Just put down what you feel.

MIRANDA

( sighs )

I feel...

( squirting )

...gum.

TOON LIZZIE

How we "feel"?

Doesn't that sound

a little new-agey?

Ooh, do I smell incense?

MIRANDA

What's the test for?

GORDO

It's supposed to tell you

what might be

a good career for you.

MIRANDA

Okay, bring it on

as long as one of the choices

is backup singer, I'm gold.

LIZZIE

Just as long as

it's not some kind

of stealth pop quiz.

TOON LIZZIE

Mr. Pettus can slice and dice

a frog in formaldehyde

faster than you can say

"Benihana!"

( toot )

TOON LIZZIE

The downside is,

he gets kind of wigged out

about all

the homeroom paperwork.

MR PETUS

Test... here we go.

Test bubble procedure:

do not use

a checkmark

or an "X."

Fill in

the bubble completely.

TOON LIZZIE

We've been test bubbling

since, like, kindergarten.

Why do we need the instructions

every time?

GORDO

They expect

us to know

the square root of 162

but don't think we can remember

how to fill in the circle.

MR PETUS

( snap )

( thud )

MR PETUS

GORDO

GORDO

If there was

some gross abnormality I had

that Mr. Pettus hated,

you'd tell me, right?

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Like what?

GORDO

Uh, an infected pimple?

Or a-a deformed twin

growing out of my shoulder?

Or a unibrow?

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Ew!

LIZZIE

The career aptitude test

is supposed to tell you

what career

would be good for you.

JO

I took that test.

LIZZIE

You did?

SAM

Oh, sure,

we both did.

Your mom was supposed to be

a rock and roll diva

with a world-renowned

shoe collection.

( camera shutter clicking )

LIZZIE

You gave all that up

for us, Mom?

Way to prioritize.

JO

Yep. Don't you forget it.

Matt, two minutes I'm going

to compost your dinner.

SAM

When I took

that test,

it showed I have

untapped mechanical ability.

JO

Yeah, so explain to me

how come the new microwave cart

is not assembled yet.

( wind blowing )

SAM

Rome wasn't built in a day

and I'm sure that Rome came

with all the pieces.

MATT

Okay, I have an announcement.

SAM

All right, son.

Go ahead.

MATT

I don't want

to be called Matt anymore.

From now on, I'm... M-Dogg.

LIZZIE

( giggling )

SAM

Lizzie!

JO

Lizzie...

SAM

All right

why don't we talk

about this, buddy?

Why are you

so down on "Matt"?

JO

Yeah, I love your name.

LIZZIE

Yeah, 'cause you picked it!

JO

Lizzie!

SAM

Lizzie...

MATT

Well, Matt's all right.

It's just... there's four guys

in my class named Matt

and I just want

to stand out.

M-Dogg just feels more... me.

SAM

I knew we should have

named him Dylan.

MATT

There are seven Dylans.

( sliding whistle )

JO

Matt, don't you think M-Dogg

is a little too...

LIZZIE

Um... lame?

SAM

Uh... Lizzie?

JO

Lizzie!

I'm not going to tell you again!

TOON LIZZIE

I guess three times

is tonight's quota.

JO

Matt...

don't you think

that M-Dogg

might be a little too different?

MATT

Well, that's what I'm going for.

Something cool...

something street...

something...

different.

LIZZIE

What about an Indian name,

like Dances With Wolves?

MATT

Like what?

LIZZIE

How about

Falls Off His Razor

or Still Wets The Bed?

MATT

Mom! Dad!

SAM / JO

Lizzie!

( squeak )

LIZZIE

Come on, you guys.

My bangs are growing out

faster than you're moving.

MIRANDA

Why are you in such a hurry

to get to science anyway?

I still smell like frog.

( croak )

LIZZIE

I want to see

what I got on

my dolphin paper.

GORDO

Uh, I don't need to see

my paper.

I bet I get another "B."

MIRANDA

Gordo, everyone knows

you're like the Tiger Woods

of term papers.

I'm sure you're looking

at an "A."

GORDO

You guys just don't get it.

It doesn't matter

how good my work is.

Mr. Pettus just hates me.

LIZZIE

Oh, come on, Gordo.

Have you ever

had a teacher

just not like you?

GORDO

Well, things were kind of rocky

with Miss Stokes in kindergarten

after I threw up

on the Magic Circle Story rug.

KIDS

Ew!

( kids muttering )

LIZZIE

Oh, yay!

Yes!

A "B+."

That's what I'm

talking about.

TOON LIZZIE

My dolphin paper?

Okay, the margins were

a little wide

but it had to be

at least four pages.

Go ahead, ask me

what dolphins eat.

( yells )

GORDO

Okay, t-this is what

I'm talking about.

LIZZIE

Gordo,

this is amazing.

GORDO

Not really.

I left out all the stuff

about the Coriolis Effect.

I figured why bother

for a lousy "B."

LIZZIE

That grade has to be a mistake.

This is an "A+" paper.

GORDO

Maybe if it had your name on it.

LIZZIE

If it had my name on it

it'd be called

"Our Friend The Ocean."

( splash )

JO

Matt?

Matt.

Matt!

LIZZIE

M-Dogg?

( brakes screech )

LIZZIE

Mom wants you.

MATT

Yo, Mom, what's up?

JO

You're not going to school

like that.

Go upstairs

and change

into something less

Barnum and Bailey.

MATT

Word.

Can I at least wear

my do-rag?

LIZZIE

Uh, I don't think

Snoop wears cranberry.

JO

Just go and change

before you're late

for school.

SAM

Jo, I was backing the car out

and I spotted this

on our son's bike.

JO

We are so in

over our heads.

SAM

We cannot be in

over our heads.

We're the parents.

JO

Well, I'm open

to suggestions.

LIZZIE

You know, I...

SAM / JO

Not from you.

MR PETUS

This week we begin

our unit on the human brain.

Projects are due

on the seventh.

Students who wish

to receive

extra credit are encouraged

to sign up

for my brain-swap experiment.

( weak chuckle )

( clears throat )

TOON LIZZIE

Lame as that joke was

I always make it a point

to go along with it

when teachers try

to get a laugh.

( guffawing )

LIZZIE

( giggles )

MR PETUS

Before we begin

I have the results

of your career aptitude tests.

LIZZIE

Gordo, I've

been thinking

about what I want

to do since we

took that test

and I realized,

I have no clue.

GORDO

I thought you wanted to be

a veterinarian.

LIZZIE

Hello! I was seven.

I also pretended I was a horse.

( neigh )

LIZZIE

I want an

interesting

job that lets me

live in a nice place,

travel a lot

and still have plenty of time

for the twins.

( baby cries )

GORDO

Twins?

LIZZIE

It could happen.

GORDO

Maybe you could, um,

marry into a royal family.

( camera shutters clicking )

MIRANDA

Okay, forget everything else

I said about a career.

Whatever I decide to do.

I want to make a lot of money.

( harp playing )

GORDO

I thought you were all about

following your passions.

MIRANDA

One of my passions is money.

Okay.

I'm going to be...

a Navy SEAL?

( snare drums play )

LIZZIE

Cosmetologist?

( scary music plays )

( screaming )

GORDO

Blackjack dealer!

( coins clinking )

GORDO

What a day.

I flunk the unflunkable test

my science teacher hates me,

and I'm going

to be a blackjack dealer.

( honky-tonk piano plays )

( slot machine coins clinking )

TOON LIZZIE

I'd rather be... a horse.

( neighing )

MIRANDA

Okay, this is no way

I'm going to be

a Navy SEAL.

A) You have to

get your hair wet.

B) You have

to get up early.

And C) You have

to get your hair wet!

LIZZIE

Hmm... cosmetologist?

I never really

thought about it

although I do have a flair

for French-braiding hair.

MIRANDA

Yes, you do.

Did I mention

I'm not getting

my hair wet

for a living?

GORDO

Hey, Monica and Rachel

can we talk about something

besides hair?

Like why I'm supposed to be

a blackjack dealer.

LIZZIE

"Our Friend The Brain."

Oh...

( whispering ):

Come on.

( groans )

TOON LIZZIE

Typical!

The marker always runs out

when you're almost done--

one of the laws

of science projects.

Another one says

"You can never find the scissors

when you need them."

LIZZIE

Hey, Matt.

Matt, do you have

any more markers?

( rap music playing )

LIZZIE

Matt!

MATT

There's no one here named Matt.

LIZZIE

Fine. Yo, M-Dogg, hook me up

with another marker.

MATT

Nope. You called me

you know what.

You punked me.

Now... you must pay.

LIZZIE

Okay, Matt

I'm not joking.

I have to finish

my science project.

Don't do the crime,

if you can't do the time.

LIZZIE

M-Dogg, if you don't want

your little homeys to know

that you sleep on geeky,

action hero sheets

hand over that marker,

pronto!

( snoring )

( fast whistle )

LIZZIE

Much love, bro.

Peace.

JO

M-Dogg!

We're waiting for you

to start the video.

( rap music plays )

SAM

Yo, M-Dogg

there's a place

right here for you

on the couch,

buddy.

MATT

Okay, what's the deal?

Why are you all

calling me M-Dogg?

JO

Oh, we decided

as a family

to honor your decision.

MATT

Really?

SAM

Really, except from now on,

instead of "Dad"

you'll refer to me

as "D.D."

JO

And you'll call me

"Mew-mew."

SAM

At all times.

We're D.D. and Mew-Mew.

JO

Just like when you were two,

and you were trying to say

"Mommy" and "Daddy."

JO

It was cute!

SAM

Cool!

MATT

All the time?

Not just in

the house

but in front of my friends

and stuff?

Oh, man!

No fair.

Why can't I just call you

"Mom and Dad" again?

JO

Well, we just

made a choice.

Just like you.

Oh, shh,

movie's starting.

MATT

But what if...?

JO

Shh!

Shh...

( rings )

LIZZIE

Hello?

GORDO

Hey, how's your, uh,

brain project coming?

LIZZIE

Oh, just finished.

How's your project?

GORDO

Great.

I really got

into it.

It's the best thing

I've done all semester.

Now, what does

that mean to you

Lizzie McGuire?

LIZZIE

Um... nothing?

GORDO

No, it means you're going

to turn in my project

with your name on it.

I can't stand the thought

of doing all this work

and getting a lousy "B."

So, I want you

to turn it in

and get the A-plus

it deserves.

LIZZIE

Beep, beep, beep.

Okay, back it up, here.

You want me to put

my name on your project?

GORDO

Yeah.

You might want to bring

a seven-volt battery

and any extra insulated

wiring you have lying around.

LIZZIE

Uh... right.

Okay, Gordo, so does this mean

you're going to

turn in my project?

GORDO

Sure.

LIZZIE

Gordo, I don't know

if I'm up for this.

I'll have to think about it.

I'll talk to you tomorrow.

GORDO

B-But...

MIRANDA

Hey, Lizzie.

Let me see your

brain project.

LIZZIE

Oh.

MIRANDA

Hmm, fancy.

LIZZIE

I don't know how

all this brain science

is going to help me achieve

natural-looking

highlights

for my clients at the salon.

MIRANDA

Yeah, well, I figured out a way

to get out of the whole

Navy SEAL thing.

From now on

if anyone asks, I can't swim.

LIZZIE

Oh, come on, Miranda.

We took lessons together.

There are witnesses.

You wouldn't get

back in the water

till they made

Shelly Grossbart

stop having

accidents

in the pool.

( all screaming )

MIRANDA

Okay, I can swim

but the Navy doesn't

have to know that.

Capisce?

GORDO

Hey, guys.

MIRANDA

Where's

your project?

GORDO

Oh, it was too big

to fit in my locker

so I stashed it in

the custodian's closet.

MIRANDA

This must be

some project.

GORDO

Well, some people

might think so.

Others may only

give it a "B"

but what difference

does it make?

I don't need straight "As."

I'm just going to be

a blackjack dealer.

You only have

to count to 21.

LIZZIE

Fine, you win.

I'll switch

projects with you.

GORDO

You will?

Excellent.

Come on,

follow me.

( electronic whirring )

MIRANDA

Man, Gordo, this

is one cool project.

What's this about

you guys switching?

LIZZIE

Gordo doesn't think Mr. Pettus

will give his masterpiece

the grade it deserves.

GORDO

But if Lizzie hands in

my little beauty...

Do you guys feel

a blast of arctic wind

from Sweden

where they hand out

the Nobel Prize?

MIRANDA

Now you're scaring me.

LIZZIE

Okay, let's switch

them and turn them in

before I change my mind.

GOROD

Okay, look...

each of these buttons turns on

a section of the brain.

Be sure that you only turn on

one section at a time.

LIZZIE

Why?

GORDO

Because it'll overheat.

LIZZIE

And what happens

if it overheats?

GORDO

I don't know,

but it can't be good.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, do you really think

that Mr. Pettus

is going to buy

that you built that?

LIZZIE

Why wouldn't he?

I mean, my name's on it.

( gasps ):

A "C"?

That chart is

definitely a B-plus.

I should know,

I get "Bs" in everything.

GORDO

You don't get the "C"; I do.

LIZZIE

It could have been me.

MR PETUS

Miss McGuire, this is

by far the best work

you've done in class

all semester.

I'm impressed by how much

you've applied yourself.

This is what an A-plus

looks like, people.

TOON LIZZIE

Suddenly it occurs to me

maybe I haven't

thought this whole switching-

projects thing through.

MR PETUS

Are you considering a career

in neurology?

GORDO

Neurology?

Neurology?

How about cosmetology?

This brain is mine.

Mine, mine, mine, mine, mine.

I built it-- every lobe,

every fissure.

Me, yo, moi.

While everyone else was

at the water park

trading

Beanie babies

I was slaving away like Igor

and I can

prove it.

If you touch this button,

the temporal lobe lights up.

The temporal lobe controls

your sense of hearing.

I have great hearing.

I know this because I'm

the only one in this class

who hears your lectures.

MR PETUS

Now, hold on...

GORDO

And this one turns on

the occipital lobe.

The occipital lobe

controls your sense of sight.

Because of this lobe,

you saw

someone else's name

on my project

and gave away

my A-plus

to Madge

the cosmetologist

over there.

LIZZIE

Hey!

GORDO

And this area is

the frontal lobe.

The frontal lobe controls

higher intellectual

functions and reasoning.

( rhythmic whirring )

GORDO

Right now,

my frontal lobe is telling me

that I'm getting the shaft

in this class--

that I'm not getting

the grades I deserve.

It's telling me

that that the Man

is trying to keep me down

and that everyone

is against me.

MR PETUS

Your brain is heating up.

No...

not your brain.

Your brain model.

GORDO

Oh, that's just probably

because I didn't have

a big enough capacitor

and all the lobes

aren't supposed to be

on at the same time.

MR PETUS

Class dismissed.

Not you.

Chop-chop, Miss McGuire.

We'll talk about

your plagiarism

later.

LIZZIE

Plagiarism?

MR PETUS

That's what it's called

when you turn in

someone else's work

and try to call it your own.

LIZZIE

But I didn't... I didn't do it.

I-I didn't mean it.

I was just trying

to help a friend.

Um.. is it too late

to take the Fifth?

MIRANDA

I can't hear

a thing.

LIZZIE

I can't either.

Hey, maybe we could hear

through that.

Give me a boost.

MIRANDA

Okay.

( grunting )

GORDO

Look, Mr. Pettus,

it was my fault

that Lizzie McGuire

handed in my project.

I was just trying

to prove

that it's impossible for me

to get a fair grade from you.

MR PETUS

Is that what you think?

GORDO

Did you just miss

my one-man show?

MR PETUS

All right, Gorda,

it's clear...

GORDO

Gordo.

Gorda's the big girl

from E.S.L.

MR PETUS

Okay.

I may misspell your name

but I know your first

project this year

was an A-minus--

the rain forest

terrarium.

GORDO

My first and only A-minus.

MR PETUS

Yes, because your

second project

wasn't quite as good

and neither was

the one after that.

GORDO

I'm sorry, I just

didn't see the point

in breaking my neck

all year and not

getting an "A."

MR PETUS

You're supposed

to be breaking

your neck.

I've been giving

you "Bs" to keep you

from just sitting

back and coasting.

GORDO

I've not been coasting.

I worked two weeks straight

on that brain project.

MR PETUS

You see?

My technique's

working.

MIRANDA

You're not tall enough!

LIZZIE

Maybe you're not tall enough.

MIRANDA

Maybe I have your life

in my hands.

LIZZIE

Good point. Stretch!

TOON LIZZIE

I don't usually pull

this sort of stunt

but Gordo's in trouble

and it's partly my fault

and when I was younger,

I did climb a pretty mean tree.

LIZZIE

( grunting )

( yells )

GORDO

So if I had put

my name on the brain

what grade would

you have given me?

MR PETUS

Well, I'd have

to take points off

for the explosion.

GORDO

Understood.

MR PETUS

But it's still an A-plus.

I know a student's

best work when I see it.

GORDO

This is insane!

MR PETUS

Make of it what you will.

GORDO

Well, if you think bad

grades motivate me

then why didn't you

just expel me?

Maybe then I'd

get my Ph.D.

MR PETUS

If you had a student

with the potential

to do anything

how would you

keep him motivated?

GORDO

"Potential to

do anything"?

You may want

to rethink that.

According to the

Career Aptitude Test

I'm just going to be

a blackjack dealer.

MR PETUS

Listen, when I took

that test

the result said I was

most suited for a career

in animal husbandry

entertainment.

GORDO

What kind of

career is that?

MR PETUS

Do you know what

an rodeo clown is?

( bull bellowing )

MR PETUS

Look, Mr. Gordon

I'm not trying to limit you

to dealing blackjack

or getting "Bs."

I'm hoping your reach

will always exceed your grasp,

thereby elevating you

and fulfilling your

extraordinary potential...

even outside

the gaming industry.

LIZZIE

Let me get

on your shoulders.

MIRANDA

Oh, good.

After our last try

the smart thing to do

is climb even higher.

LIZZIE

Yes. Come on.

Stretch.

Got it.

GORDO

Hi.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

( screams )

LIZZIE

Hi, Gordo.

MIRANDA

What's up?

LIZZIE

So what happened?

Are you getting an "F"?

GORDO

I'm not sure,

but Mr. Pettus doesn't hate me

and I can probably get an "A"

by the end of the semester.

My lobes hurt.

I need to think

about this.

Oh, and by the way,

we were wrong

about the Career

Aptitude Test.

It's not a job-placement thing.

We're just supposed to be trying

a lot of different stuff on.

MIRANDA

Trying what on?

LIZZIE

I think it's like

when you go to the mall

to try on

bare-midriff stuff

that you know your mom

will never let you get

but you have to try it on

just to see how it looks

you know, to get it

out of your system.

TOON LIZZIE

I have to say I'm relieved.

I'm not going

to rule out cosmetologist

but it's nice to know

my options are still open.

Plus, hair spray kind

of makes me dizzy.

JO

M-Dogg, honey...

do you see your father wearing

a baseball cap to the table?

No.

So, at the table,

your do-rag, is a don't-rag.

Please take it off

until after dinner.

Thank you.

LIZZIE

M-Dogg, cheese me, please.

MATT

Could you pass the garlic bread,

please, Dad?

I mean...

pass the bread,

please, D.D.

SAM

Oh. Sure, M-Dogg.

Yo, bread.

Lizzie, marinara?

MATT

Hey, guys...

Hey!

Stop!

Hey!

If I take back my old name

can I call you

Mom and Dad again?

JO

Absolutely.

SAM

Yes.

MATT

Then I guess

you can call me Matt.

TOON LIZZIE

I give Mom and Dad props

for that one.

They convinced Matt

to take back his name

without humiliating him,

and the whole time

they respected his boundaries

as an individual.

As my mother likes to say,

Matt was blissfully clueless

which is kind of what

Mr. Pettus was doing to Gordo

which makes me wonder

what kind of Jedi mind tricks

are my parents and teachers

working on me?

Oh, well,

I pretty much trust them.

Maybe I'm better off

not knowing.

SAM

LIZZIE

GORDO

Let me guess.

That's how tall

Tom Cruise is.

Oh, Tom Cruise isn't short.

He just has

small bones.

Okay, Gordo--

imagine you live

in a boring suburb

where all the houses look alike

and everybody's predictable.

GORDO

I do live in a boring suburb

where all the houses look alike

and everyone is predictable.

Thank you.

LIZZIE

GORDO

LIZZIE

Yes.

And you haven't found

a sitter for tonight.

And you expect me to ride

a bus to school all by myself.

Why can't you trust me

to baby-sit?

JO

Hmm...

TOON LIZZIE

I think I'm getting

a nibble here.

JO (to SAM)

Maybe she has

a point.

LIZZIE

And Miranda can help me.

She watches her baby sister

after school.

( baby crying )

Ugh!

SAM

Sweetheart,

you're just not ready yet.

This is a big responsibility.

LIZZIE

You've always told me

I can do anything if I set

my mind to it, honey.

And I've set

my mind to this.

I can do it.

JO

We do say that, Sam.

TOON LIZZIE

Ooh, I'm really getting

a nibble here.

SAM

But... Matt can

be quite a handful.

JO

Matt!

What would you do

if Lizzie baby-sat you?

( TV playing )

MATT

I don't know.

Watch TV, I guess.

SAM

Thank you

for the help, pal.

( sighs )

All right,

maybe we can give this a try.

LIZZIE

( squealing )

Thanks, Dad.

It means

a lot to me

that you can trust me.

I'll do a great job.

LIZZIE

Okay, the Coco Rocks box

will be City Hall.

MIRANDA

I just ate the Mayor.

( giggling ):

LIZZIE

It'll go right there.

SAM

Lizzie, I added

some numbers

to the emergency

phone list.

Also, I've moved

all the cleaners

out from under

the kitchen sink.

And whatever you do

do not open the door

for anybody.

LIZZIE

And I won't follow the trail

of bread crumbs

to the Gingerbread

Witches' house.

Dad, don't worry.

( door bell rings )

JO

Hey, Gordo.

GORDO

Hi, Mrs. McGuire.

My parents said I could come

over if that's okay with you.

JO

Oh, sure. But

Lizzie and Miranda

are baby-sitting Matt

so I don't know how much

fun you're going to have.

GORDO

Oh, I know.

I'm not about fun.

I'm about the green.

JO

Lizzie?

LIZZIE

Money.

GORDO

I'm going to earn my money

indoor

sitting on a sofa

eating someone else's popcorn.

MIRANDA

Hey, that's mine.

SAM

Lizzie, Matt's bedtime

is 9 o'clock.

LIZZIE

Yes, Dad, I know.

Dad, listen,

everything's under control.

I've got it all handled,

okay?

SAM

Okay, now, both our

cell phones are charged

and we're trusting you,

Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Whoa, can I hear

that again?

SAM

Both our cell phones

are charged?

LIZZIE

No, no, no. The other part.

SAM

We're trusting you.

LIZZIE

Yeah, that.

TOON LIZZIE

* Ta-dah! *

After 13 years-- trust.

LIZZIE

Thanks, Dad.

SAM

Okay.

LIZZIE

( chuckles )

TOON LIZZIE

Wow, for the first time

in my life, I'm in charge.

I'm the ranking adult

in the house.

I'm Queen of the World!

LIZZIE

Alone at last.

MIRANDA

I don't see why

you have to muscle in

on baby-sitting,

Gordo.

This is how we make money.

GORDO

Why should girls have a monopoly

on baby-sitting?

MIRANDA

Because boys have a monopoly

on burping

the Pledge of Allegiance.

We deserve some kind

of monopoly.

MATT

Hey, I love that game.

I want to be the race car.

LIZZIE

Tough luck.

You're going

to watch Willy Wonka.

MATT

I've seen that ten times.

I want to be the race car.

LIZZIE

Well, we've got homework.

If you'll be patient

we'll maybe play later, okay?

MATT

All right.

MATT

Race car, race car

race car, race car,

race car, race car...

LIZZIE

Anyone got any ideas?

MIRANDA

Sorry.

GORDO

I got nothing.

MATT

( imitates engine revving )

Race car! Race car!

MRS SHIN

There you go, Mr.

and Mrs. McGuire.

Your regular table.

SAM

Thank you, Mrs. Shin.

MRS SHIN

Haven't seen you since

the Year of the Tiger.

SAM

Yeah, well, it's really hard

to get a reliable baby-sitter.

MRS SHIN

Well, glad to

have you back.

I'll be back

with some wontons.

JO

Thank you.

Sam, would you

please relax?

It's one night out;

Lizzie can handle it.

SAM

( sighs )

JO

I mean it.

Everything's

going to be fine.

LIZZIE

This had better come out

of the carpet, Matt.

(to MIRANDA)

What'd you give him

grape juice for?

I told you ginger ale.

At least ginger ale

isn't purple.

MIRANDA

Grape juice was the only thing

that would shut him up.

He won't do a thing you say.

LIZZIE

Matt... go upstairs

change your shirt and

get cleaned up now.

MATT

No.

MIRANDA

See?

LIZZIE (to MIRANDA)

Zip it.

MIRANDA

Why should I? He won't.

LIZZIE

Matt, starting right now

you do everything I tell you

or I'll tell Mom and Dad.

MATT

Nuh-uh. You want Mom and Dad to

think you're a good baby-sitter

so you're

going to say

things went great.

LIZZIE

Then I'll squash you

like a bug instead.

MATT

Then I'll tell Mom and Dad.

Face it.

I'm in charge here.

LIZZIE

No. I am in charge here.

GORDO

Matt, what do you say

we go upstairs

and find you a clean shirt?

MATT

Okay.

LIZZIE

( gasps )

How come he does

what you say?

GORDO

Well, I'm an older male.

He's impressed

by me.

LIZZIE

Well, I'm

in charge here

and he's supposed

to do what I say,

not what you say.

GORDO

Who cares

who says to do it.

He needs

a new shirt.

He's as sticky as the floor

of a movie theater.

LIZZIE

Matt, don't lean there!

MATT

I'm stuck.

LIZZIE

( grunting ):

Get... up... Matt!

JO

Gosh, it is so

nice being out

just the two of us,

for a change.

SAM

Yep. Nice.

JO

Sam?

Hmm?

You're turning

your chopsticks

into toothpicks.

Want to settle down?

You're fidgeting.

SAM

No, I'm not.

Okay, look, I just think

it was a mistake

leaving Lizzie in charge.

She's only 13.

JO

Yeah, well, she's 13,

but, I mean

she never gets in trouble

at school.

She gets there

and back all

by herself.

I think she's

the only one

in the house who knows

how to make

the picture-in-picture work.

SAM

Yeah, but she sleeps

until noon on the weekends.

She uses the

picture-in-picture

to watch MTV

and cartoons at the same time.

I got to go check on her.

JO

( gasping ):

No, you do not.

Do you know how much

it meant to her

that you trusted her?

SAM

Okay, I'll tell you what.

I'll just sneak in,

look in a window.

She'll never even know

I'm there.

JO

Okay. If I let you go

do you promise me that

you'll come right back here

and eat your meal in peace?

SAM

Yeah.

JO

Okay.

But she'd better not

know you're there.

I swear she will

never forgive you.

SAM

Okay.

JO

And I won't forgive you

till she does.

MATT

Look! It hold up newspaper.

LIZZIE

Cut it out, Matt.

MATT

Look! It holds up

Mom's cat calendar.

LIZZIE

Gordo, can you get him

to quit that?

GORDO

You're in charge; you do it.

LIZZIE

Could you at least help?

You didn't come here

to watch TV

on the couch.

GORDO

Fine. I'll watch

TV in your room.

LIZZIE

Miranda, get me

more paper towels.

MIRANDA

Pass. I'm building a ten-story

shopping mall for Mirandaville.

LIZZIE

Well, Mirandaville

doesn't need a ten-story

shopping mall.

We need a hospital.

MIRANDA

Fine. I'll go drink

some orange juice

and make a mall out of that.

LIZZIE

Fine! Nobody help me

do anything.

MATT

Look! It holds up

Dad's briefcase.

LIZZIE

I'll just handle everything

by myself.

( electrical buzzing )

LIZZIE

Um...

I may need a little help here.

TOON LIZZIE

( click )

I hate it when Dad's right.

( click )

MATT

What's that?

I'm scared.

( deep-voiced ):

Look at me-- I'm a monster!

Ha, ha, ha, ha!

I see dead people.

LIZZIE

Cut it out, Matt.

( doorknob rattling )

MATT

Ugh! That stinks.

LIZZIE

It's vanilla.

It's soothing.

MIRANDA

Works like a charm.

GORDO

Yuck! Who's

burning garbage?

LIZZIE

I'm trying to get

some light in here

and if you're not going to help

me, you can at least hush up.

MIRANDA

Don't tell us

to hush up.

We're not babies.

LIZZIE

You're acting

like babies.

GORDO

It's a shame there isn't

a decent baby-sitter around.

LIZZIE

I'm sure there'll be a decent

baby-sitter around next time

'cause I obviously

can't handle it.

SAM

( groans )

( gasps )

LIZZIE

What was that?

MIRANDA

Do you think

it's a burglar?

GORDO

Nah. It-it's probably

just a raccoon.

They root around in...

in the trash and stuff.

LIZZIE

Yeah, probably just a raccoon.

Let-let's make noise

just in case.

( bell jingling )

MIRANDA

( off-key ):

* My country, 'tis

of the sweet land of liberty *

( loudly ):

* Of thee I sing... *

GORDO

I-I'm, I'm going to go

and flip the circuit breaker

so we can play

some loud music.

Real music.

LIZZIE

( huffing )

( huffing )

SAM

( coughing quietly )

( cell phone ringing )

SAM

( clears throat )

( hoarsely ):

Hello.

JO

What is taking so long?

SAM

Ahh...

All the curtains are shut

and I can't see in the house.

( coughing )

JO

Okay. Just get in there

pretend you forgot your wallet

make sure they're okay

and get right out.

SAM

Gotcha. ( coughs )

JO

What's wrong with your voice?

SAM

Uh... ( grunts )

Lawn gnome.

* And you say I think we will know now... *

You think

it went away, right?

GORDO

A raccoon wouldn't stick around

through that racket.

( shrieks )

MIRANDA

A raccoon wouldn't

do that either.

SAM

Kids, open up! It's me.

LIZZIE

It is a burglar. Matt!

MATT

Lizzie!

( yelling )

( yelling )

SAM

( screaming in pain )

GORDO

That ought to drive him away.

MATT

Lizzie!

I'm really scared.

LIZZIE

It's okay.

I'm not going to let anything

happen to you, okay?

We're going to call the police.

MRS SHIN

You know, I have

a cousin-- knows

how to treat a lady.

JO

Oh, Mrs. Shin,

my husband didn't leave me.

I mean, he left me

but, you know,

he didn't leave me.

MRS SHIN

Oh, yeah, you're

keeping your chin up.

Brave... brave

little soldier girl.

( Touch-Tone beeps )

( phone ringing )

LIZZIE

Hello.

SAM

It's me.

LIZZIE

It's him.

SAM

I'm at home.

LIZZIE

He knows that we're alone.

( phone clicks )

( rattling )

SAM

Come on, kids.

LIZZIE/MATT/MIRANDA

( screaming )

( screaming stops )

MIRANDA

It's worse--

he's at the door.

LIZZIE

Gordo, Miranda,

get the train transformer.

SAM

Hey!

( doorknob rattling )

( pounding on door )

LIZZIE

Now.

( electrical crackling )

( groaning )

( electrical crackling )

( groaning )

( electrical crackling )

( grunting )

( sizzling )

SAM

Lawn gnome.

( latch sliding into notch )

( huffing and puffing )

( latch sliding into notch )

MATT

You can baby-sit

for me anytime.

LIZZIE

Let's get through

tonight first, okay?

( shrieks )

( gasps )

Gordo, get the train!

Miranda fill

the paint can

with flour now.

Come on, come on.

SAm

( laughing maniacally )

Yeah.

LIZZIE

That was some fast

popsicle eating, Matt.

MATT

Thanks.

I have a major brain freeze.

( whistle blowing )

SAM

Ha, ha, ha, ha!

MATT

Dad?!

GORDO

You guys have

to trust me.

You have no idea

how much that hurts.

MIRANDA

Oh, my gosh.

Your poor father.

SAM

( groaning )

MATT

We are so in trouble.

Ahh! Ohh!

( mumbling )

LIZZIE

He was supposed

to trust me.

GORDO

Well, if he was

spying on you--

and I admit it does

look like he was--

I think

he suffered enough.

( police sirens approaching )

MAN ( on loudspeaker ):

Sir, put your hands

on your head and don't move.

( radio static )

SAM

I'm telling you,

Officer, I live here.

My kids are inside.

( knocking )

SAM

I just came home

to check on them.

LIZZIE

Yes?

MAN

Hello, young lady.

Is this man

your father?

LIZZIE

I don't know. Why would

my father be sneaking

around in the bushes

late at night?

Maybe that means

he doesn't trust me.

SAM

Lizzie...

LIZZIE

It's my father.

MAN

Good night, sir.

And by the way,

your lawn gnome's broken.

LIZZIE

You were supposed

to trust me.

JO

Yes, we were,

and we didn't stick

to our word, and we were wrong.

TOON LIZZIE

They're admitting

they were wrong?

Ah! Call the news crew.

Film at 11:00.

SAM

It's not that I don't trust you,

sweetheart.

I guess I...

still just think

of you as the six-year-old girl

that used to

need me to chase the monsters

out of her closet.

I guess I have

to get used to the fact

that you're not that

little girl anymore.

You're becoming

a young lady

and I have to let you

act like one.

LIZZIE

So, I can go on a real date?

SAM

No.

LIZZIE

Will you teach me how to drive?

SAM

No.

LIZZIE

Can I dye my hair?

SAM

No.

LIZZIE

Well, what can I do?

JO

You can baby-sit Matt

next Saturday night.

SAM

Yeah.

TOON LIZZIE

So the more responsibility

I ask for

the more responsibility

I get stuck with.

That stinks, I think.

We're trusting you.

( cracking up )

( grunting )

Ow.

TOON LIZZIE

Wow, for the first time

in my life, I'm in charge.

I'm the ranking adult

in the house.

I'm Queen of the World!

MAN:

Okay, we got it.
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KATE

Hey. Hi-hi.

CLAIR

Hi.

Nice to meet you.

Nice to meet you.

LIZZIE

Okay, something's

going on.

Claire is being nice

to everybody

and Kate's not even

stopping her.

MIRANDA

Tell me about it.

She actually said hi

to me this morning.

LIZZIE

( gasps )

CLAIR

Nice to meet you.

LIZZIE

She is talking

to the dorkestra!

MIRANDA

She must've lost a dare.

GORDO

This just in:

Claire is running

for President.

LIZZIE

No wonder.

MIRANDA

It's so unfair.

Claire's gonna end up

our class president

and it's only because

she's popular.

LIZZIE

The popular kids win everything.

It's been that way

since kindergarten.

And the rest of us are

just doomed.

MIRANDA

You guys

why is Larry Tudgeman eating

worms?

GORDO

Oh, Larry's running, too.

Said he'd eat one worm

for every person

who votes for him.

MIRANDA

That's kind of desperate

not to mention gross.

LIZZIE

And very unfair to those worms.

GORDO

Great choice--

Claire or Tudgeman.

Why doesn't anyone normal run,

like us?

MIRANDA

One of us run?

Are you feeling okay?

GORDO

It could work.

We're not popular

but we don't need to be.

We're the normals.

There are more of us

than there are of them.

If we could just get everyone

to vote for a normal candidate

we could win.

MIRANDA

You think?

TOON LIZZIE

Yeah, let's overthrow

the ruling powers!

GORDO

Which is why I nominate you,

Lizzie McGuire.

LIZZIE

Me?

MIRANDA

He's right.

You're, like, so totally normal.

That's a good thing.

LIZZIE

You guys are joking. I am not.

Am I?

GORDO

You have what it takes.

You're one

of the normals.

You could be

our class president.

MIRANDA

You could be

the voice of the people.

LIZZIE

Okay, I'll do it.

I will run for Class President.

TOON LIZZIE

I don't have a good feeling

about this.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

SAM

Our daughter, the

voice of the people.

You know,

I was President

of the Audio Visual club.

LIZZIE

I'm sure you were, Dad.

Anyway, Gordo thinks

we may actually have a chance

of winning the election.

JO

I knew you were destined

for greatness

the day you were born.

I'm gifted that way.

Just like I knew

that Richard guy

on Survivor was

going to win.

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, a little out there.

Gotta love her, though.

I mean, look at the way

she still cuts the crust

off my PB&J.

JO

Hey, one bowl's enough, mister!

SAM

Nice of you to

show your face, Matt.

MATT

Well, it's not my fault Jasper

keeps hiding my shoes.

JO

Who's Jasper?

SAM

Yeah.

LIZZIE

And what's he want

with your shoes?

Is he all out of stink?

( phone rings )

LIZZIE

Oh, it's probably Gordo.

I'll take it upstairs.

MATT

That's the girl

I was telling you about.

She claims to be human

but I beg to differ.

JO

Who you talking to, kiddo?

SAM

Yeah.

MATT

Jasper. My new friend

I was telling you about?

SAM

Your new friend, huh?

Well, why don't

you tell me where

your new friend

is, Matt?

MATT

Don't be a doof, Dad.

Must be something in the water.

My whole family's kind of...

( makes oscillating sound )

Mom, Dad, don't stare

at him like that!

It's not his fault

his mom gives him

funny haircuts.

We'll take these to go.

SAM

Isn't our son

a little bit old

to have an

imaginary friend?

JO

I knew we got off

too easy

when he potty-trained

so early.

LIZZIE

I cannot believe I'm running

for class president

against Claire.

GORDO

Well, you may not

have her talent

and you may not

have her charm.

Oh, she does have

that great smile.

LIZZIE

Yeah, yeah, Gordo.

I get the point.

GORDO

Look, people want

to see a change

and that's why

you can win.

MIRANDA

And when he says

"See a change"

he doesn't mean

Claire's wardrobe.

She's the only girl

at school

who reaccessorizes

between classes.

LIZZIE

Got it. See you guys at school.

GORDO

Bye.

( phones beep )

LIZZIE

This is so West Wing.

LIZZIE

Oh, Miranda,

the posters look great.

MIRANDA

They do, don't they?

GORDO

They're broad

and nonspecific.

Claire's are all made

out of footballs

and pom-poms.

Original, but alienating.

We're off

to a good start.

LIZZIE

Maybe. But is Larry really

serious about those worms?

MIRANDA

So far, he's

consumed five.

LIZZIE

Ugh!

GORDO

Tudgeman's all about

shocking people.

Think of him as Marilyn Manson

to your Britney Spears.

Just remember, be normal.

CLAIR

Lizzie McGuire

my little opponent.

LIZZIE

Hi, Claire. Kate.

KATE

Loser.

CLAIR

I just wanted

to let you know

how cute I think it is

that you think

you actually have

a chance against me.

KATE

Cute in a

loser kind of way.

GORDO

Lizzie Mcguire's

the voice of the people

and there are more of us

than there are of you

which makes hers the voice

of the winner.

That's what Lizzie always says.

LIZZIE

I do?

GORDO

You will.

It's all in this speech

I've written for you.

MIRANDA

She's giving

you the hand!

CLAIR

Bottom line, I'm popular

and you're not, so I win.

GORDO

Don't you remember our phone

conversation this morning?

You're powerful,

you're normal. Go!

LIZZIE

Let me tell you something,

Miss Claire Witch Project.

MIRANDA

Ooh, good one!

LIZZIE

I may not be

cheerleader captain

and I may not be

yearbook editor

and I may not sit

in the cool part

of the cafeteria

but people want

to see change

and, no, no, no, I'm not talking

about your wardrobe.

MIRANDA

Yeah!

LIZZIE

So laugh all you want to now

'cause by the end

of this thing,

you'll be crying.

TOON LIZZIE

Hey, who was that?

Hey, that was me!

Not bad... I think.

GORDO

You're a quick study,

Lizzie McGuire.

VERUCA

Excuse me, Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Veruca? Hi.

VERUCA

I just saw you stand up

to Claire

and I want

to let you know

that you'll get the vote

of the Mathletes.

LIZZIE

I will?

I mean, that's great. Thanks.

GORDO

That's nine votes.

TOON LIZZIE

Nine votes, pour moi?

They like me, they really,

really like me.

( students yelling )

LIZZIE

Frog dissection

should be optional.

We should be allowed to exercise

our free will

and write a paper instead.

( all cheer )

LIZZIE

My plan is to find a better way,

and for that

I'll need your involvement.

( all cheering )

LIZZIE

Friends and fellow students,

I think it is my time

to ask not what your student

government can do for you

ask what you can do

for your student government!

CROWD

Be nice! Don't slice!

Be nice! Don't slice!

Be nice! Don't slice!

Be nice! Don't slice!

MIRANDA

Great speech.

GORDO

Thanks. I wrote it.

GORDO

People are watching

your every move.

So when you're

in the language labs

you speak Spanish,

you speak French,

you speak Italian;

when in home ec,

you cook, you sew, you mend;

when in gym, you rebound,

go the extra distance

you run like the wind.

THUG

Give me your lunch money,

you little twerp.

LIZZIE

What do I do?

GORDO

Um, uh... The "Cost of

Lunch Speech." Here. Go on!

LIZZIE

Uh, excuse me.

The price of lunch is

a bit high, isn't it?

Vote for me, Lizzie McGuire

and I promise you I will do

something about it.

THUG

Uh, can you hold on a second,

please?

Now, you were saying?

LIZZIE

Walk with me.

MIRANDA

Lizzie McGuire,

voice of the people.

McGuire's on fire. Yeah!

Vote for Lizzie.

CROWD

Go, go, go, go, go,

go, go, go, go, go...

GORDO

( whispering )

Bonjour.

LIZZIE

Bonjour.

GORDO

( whispering ):

Hola.

LIZZIE

Hola.

* Give us a smile, give us some inspiration. *

LIZZIE

Shalom.

GORDO

I knew my plan

to beat the popular

kids would work!

LIZZIE

Guess I really am

voice of the people.

MIRANDA

The election's

not over yet.

Tudgeman's not that

far behind

and I saw him digging

for worms before school.

TOON LIZZIE

I would never swallow worms

for votes.

GORDO

You don't have

to worry about

Larry Tudgeman.

He went to the

nurse's office

complaining of

stomach cramps.

And Claire hasn't

even infiltrated

the Drama Groupies.

MIRANDA

But the Drama Club is,

like, second-tier popular.

They're going to vote

for Claire.

LIZZIE

Not if I can get them

to vote for me.

GORDO

Okay, Lizzie, we've gone

over this.

You know what to do.

You have to blend,

but don't smile.

Drama Groupies don't smile.

LIZZIE

I can do this, Gordo.

GORDO

Lizzie McGuire, you've become

everything I hoped for and more.

A chameleon changing colors

whenever necessary

at precisely the right moment.

It scares me how good you are.

TOON LIZZIE

Somehow, that doesn't sound

better than swallowing worms.

LIZZIE

I can't believe I'm going to

hang out with the Drama Club.

MIRANDA

But you're not.

You said you'd have lunch

with the Foreign Exchange Club.

They've even made you food

from their homelands.

LIZZIE

Hmm. Foreign Exchange Club

mystery meat...

( sheep bleats )

LIZZIE

or cool Drama Club?

I think I'm going

with the Drama Club.

MIRANDA

But you promised them.

LIZZIE

Just tell them I've been

campaigning so hard

and I need time to

catch up on my homework.

MIRANDA

But that would be a lie.

LIZZIE

You call it a lie.

I call it politics.

TOON LIZZIE

No, Miranda's right.

It's a lie!

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Gordo.

GORDO

The Drama Club's a very

influential group, Miranda.

If Lizzie's seen with them

at lunch, there's no telling

how many more votes we'll get.

Who she's seen with is

very important.

MIRANDA

But you've known about this

lunch since yesterday.

LIZZIE

See? I told you.

It's politics.

Gordo.

Later.

MIRANDA

What has

gotten into her?

GORDO

I don't know

but whatever it is

it's making me

all tingly inside.

JO

Wow.

Good.

SAM

Wow. Nice one son.

MATT

This is great!

It's not even my birthday!

Thanks, Mom. Thanks, Dad.

JO

It's working.

SAM

He hasn't even

mentioned

his little

invisible friend.

JO

Sweetie?

Is something wrong?

MATT

It's just

on Jasper's planet,

baseball is evil.

SAM

Well, uh, it may be time

for you and Jasper

to go your separate ways.

Perhaps you've

outgrown each other.

JO

Yeah, you know

It happens to the best

of friends sometimes.

SAM

It does.

MATT

You guys, Jasper can hear you!

Oh, you know what Dad

and I are trying to say

is that... Hey,

where's the old gang?

SAM

Yeah.

JO

We haven't seen them

around much lately.

MATT

That's 'cause they're all way

into their video games.

Did you know Jasper's parents

were snowmen?

JO

Snowmen? Wow.

SAM

So if we were

to get you

that video dream thing

then maybe you could start

hanging out with some of your...

real... real old friends again.

MATT

Guess so.

SAM

That would be okay with you,

wouldn't it, Jasper?

JO

Yeah, Jasper

you wouldn't mind,

that would you?

MATT

Jasper flew away.

SAM

Oh.

LIZZIE

Apple juice?

From concentrate?

I was kind of hoping

for fresh-squeezed.

( buzzer sounds )

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, when is someone

going to stop me?

GORDO

You don't

squeeze apples.

You core, peel

and crush them.

LIZZIE

Fine. I'll drink it.

GORDO

No, no, you're right.

You've been working real hard,

campaigning like crazy.

Well, at least as hard

as Tudgeman over there.

CROWD

Eww!

GORDO

Well, what can I get you instead

of the apple juice?

LIZZIE

Coffee. Three creams.

( buzzer sounds )

TOON LIZZIE

Coffee?!

GORDO

Coffee?

I like it!

It's sophisticated.

It's edgy.

I'll be right back.

MIRANDA

Since when are you on the bean?

LIZZIE

The Drama Club's drinking coffee

so I'm drinking coffee.

MIRANDA

But coffee stains your teeth,

stunts your growth

and gives you bad breath.

And why is Gordo taking

your drink order?

LIZZIE

Because Gordo understands.

I can't stand in line

with everyone.

MIRANDA

Are you, like, Claire's twin

or something?

LIZZIE

Things are changing.

You really ought

to try and keep up.

MIRANDA

Oh, I can.

I'm just choosing not to.

Way to go Dr. Frankenstein.

You've just created a monster.

GORDO

She'll come around.

LIZZIE

Gordo, I said three creams

and this tastes like two!

GORDO

I'll, uh, get you another.

* ...The way that you do *

* How do you make me feel... *

TOON LIZZIE

Okay...

ready to change back now.

Ready...

A little help here.

Oh, it's too late... I'm alive!

GORDO

Hey, Miranda,

where were you today?

We missed you

at the debate.

MIRANDA

Doubt that.

GORDO

What? We did.

Well, I did.

Lizzie was

a little preoccupied.

Claire did a cheer, and...

MIRANDA

Of course she did.

GORDO

Then Claire did a kick

and knocked over

Larry's bowl of worms.

He nearly cried.

Said it was a conspiracy.

With everyone so distracted

at Claire and Larry

all Lizzie had to do

was stand there.

Out of the three of them

she looked the most normal.

Everybody loved her.

MIRANDA

Sounds like Miss "Voice

of the People" was a big hit.

GORDO

Miranda...

MIRANDA

What?

The election's tomorrow

and Lizzie's blown off everybody

to hang with the drama club.

I hardly even see her anymore

and I'm her best friend.

She's become

a monster

and it's your fault.

GORDO

My fault?

Lizzie's not a monster,

she's a politician.

MIRANDA

You're right, my bad.

If a politician is someone

who lies to people

and bosses her

friends around

then you're right,

Lizzie's a real politician.

GORDO

All right, I get your point.

I'll have a talk with Lizzie.

I'll tell her

if she wants to be

the voice

of the people

she's got to hang

with everybody

not just the drama club.

MIRANDA

Okay.

GORDO

So all I'm saying is

visit some of the

club rooms today

and remind them that

you're Lizzie McGuire

"Voice of the People."

Do your hair in

the braid thingy

and trust me

we'll win this election

big time.

LIZZIE

I don't think so, Gordo.

GORDO

Why not?

LIZZIE

Didn't you say I am

the "Voice of the People"?

GORDO

Yeah...

LIZZIE

And I have to appeal

to everybody?

GORDO

Uh-huh, but...

LIZZIE

Well, aren't I

a lot more appealing

if I hang with the drama club

over the dorkestra?

GORDO

Well, no, uh...

LIZZIE

That's what I thought.

Ba-bye.

GORDO

Actually, Lizzie, you're

not that appealing at all.

MIRANDA

Gordo, so how'd it go?

GORDO

You're right.

I've created a monster.

MATT

...and the day

after that...

JO

Honey, who you

talking to?

MATT

Jasper... he's on the moon.

Then we can go

to the moon mall

and maybe we can get

a moon burger,

a moon hotdog,

moon fries..

JO

Okay. On the phone

with his invisible friend.

MATT

( on phone )

This make believe friend thing

is working, Doug.

My folks are totally conned.

DOUG

Sweet, what are you

going to ask for next?

( clicks off phone )

JO

Okay.

( rock and roll playing )

* It's politics as usual *

* It's the same ol', same ol' *

* Now hear it every day *

* It's politics as usual *

* It's the same ol', same ol' *

* Don't let the truth get in the way *

* It's politics as usual... *

( talking and giggling )

GORDO

Not only did I create a monster,

but I put her in office.

( feedback )

HOLLY

Hello!

Hello...

Okay. It's been really,

really, really, cool

being class president

and I'm really, really, really

bummed that my term is over.

But I'm really, really, really,

psyched to introduce to you

your new class president...

"Larry Tudgeman"?

( "Hail to the Chief"

playing )

CROWD

Lar-ry, Lar-ry, Lar--ry!

HOLLY

I think I'm going to be really,

really, really sick.

CROWD

Lar-ry, Lar-ry, Lar--ry!

( cheering )

LARRY

Okay, I just want to say

that even though

I had to eat worms to get

you guys to notice me

as Class President

I will not let you down!

( cheering )

LARRY

One more thing.

Jar Jar Binks rules!

( cheers )

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, so I lost the election.

No big.

I just hope

I didn't lose my friends.

( rock music plays )

MIRANDA

Hey.

GORDO

Hey.

LIZZIE

You guys are talking to me?

MIRANDA

You don't

deserve it, but...

GORDO

But someone

has to.

LIZZIE

I guess I had that one coming.

I haven't exactly treated either

one of you like friends lately

and I don't blame you guys

for not voting for me.

GORDO

But I did.

LIZZIE

Really?

MIRANDA

Me, too.

LIZZIE

But I was a total monster!

I mean, I can't believe

you guys voted for me

after how terrible

I was to everyone.

GORDO

You're my friend--

plain and simple.

MIRANDA

Ditto.

LIZZIE

Thanks, you guys

that really means a lot to me.

MIRANDA

So, what happened to your

new buds in Drama Club?

LIZZIE

I decided black isn't my color.

MIRANDA

( chuckling )

CROWD

( cheering )

Larry, Larry, Larry...!

GORDO

I guess in a way

we kind of won.

I mean Tudgeman

may eat worms

but at least he's

not a cheerleader.

That's what started

this whole thing, remember?

We wanted to stop

the popular kids

winning everything.

LIZZIE

So you guys don't

totally hate me?

MIRANDA

No... not totally.

GORDO

Maybe if you got me

a cup of fresh-squeezed

coffee...?

LIZZIE

Coffee is, like, totally gross.

What was I thinking?

MIRANDA

About your image, remember?

LIZZIE

Well, if that ever happens again

I want you guys to promise me

you'll stuff me in my locker

and won't let me out

until I come to my senses.

GORDO

Works for me.

MIRANDA

Will do.

LIZZIE

Guys!

GORDO

We'd never stuff you

in your locker...

it's too small.

MIRANDA

But maybe a clothes

hamper would work.

GORDO

Or the janitor's closet.

MIRANDA

Dumpster.

LIZZIE

I missed you guys.

TOON LIZZIE

Whew... glad that's over with.

In the immortal words

of Kermit the Frog

"It was not easy being green."

JO

Oh, why don't you go get your

friend Jasper to help you?

SAM

Matt, I think you

missed a spot.

LIZZIE

Yeah, yeah, Matt,

between the ears!

JO

Do you think this

punishment is too mean?

SAM

Mean? Nah...

Mean would be

making him wash

the invisible elephant.

This is just a donkey.

( laughing )

MATT

Come on, you guys.

This type of punishment

is cruel and unusual.

( laughing )

JO

No, don't you dare!

SAM

Matt, you put that down.

JO

Don't you do it!

SAM

You're being punished,

remember?

Put it down, Matt...

SAM / JO

No, no!

( screaming )

GORDO

Next time I get in

trouble I hope your

parents punish me.

( screaming )

--------------
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GORDO

and she did a kick

and knocked over Larry's bowl

of wo-o-orm.

MAN

Cut.

LIZZIE

Lizzie McGuire, Voice...

( sneezes )

GORDO

Then she did a kick

and knocked over Larry's bowl

of wo-orms.

DIRECTOR:

That's alright.

( laughter )

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, a little out there.

Gotta love it, though.

I mean, look at...

Oh, my gosh.

GORDO

And then Claire did a kick

and knocked over Larry's...

Why are you smiling?

MIRANDA

Why are you laughing?

GORDO

You have to...

( laughs )
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LIZZIE

Face it, Miranda.

it doesn't matter which

X-Man you are--

you could be Mystique

that hot blue chick

and Ethan Craft

wouldn't give you

the time of day.

Which is why I'd be Rogue.

I'd use my mutant power

to suck away

all Kate's popularity.

Ethan Craft would have no choice

but to turn to me.

MIRANDA

Or moi.

GORDO

Great, use the

untapped powers

of the universe

to land a guy who's

going to end up

working at a gas

station-- part-time.

( crashing sounds )

LIZZIE

Hello! Ever heard

of knocking?

MATT

Have you seen

the flashlight?

LIZZIE

No. On the phone.

leave!

I have to get off the phone

and crush my little brother.

( screams )

(to MATT)

You have five seconds

till I sit on your head.

One...

two...

three...

MATT

Got it.

LIZZIE

( groans )

Does anyone knock

in this house?

LIZZIE

Yes, Dad, what do you want?

SAM

Do you have any idea why

your little brother

is covered in dirt?

LIZZIE

You caught me--

I buried him in the backyard

and he dug

his way out.

Joke!

I don't know

why he's mud boy

but I've got a lot

to worry about, Dad.

I'm getting married

in the morning

and if you please

would excuse me!

( huffing )

SAM (to JO)

Honey, a little help?

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

( bell ringing )

MRS STEBEL

The rules for

the social studies

marriage project are as follows:

I will pair you off into couples

and then everyone will come

and select an occupation

from this fishbowl.

Each couple must create

a fictional lifestyle

for themselves

and the couple

with the best marriage

doesn't have to write a paper.

Each couple must

make all decisions

together.

The project will

last one week

and will end with a pretend

20th school reunion party

where you'll give a report

about your last 20 years.

Any questions?

TOON LIZZIE

Yeah. Where's

my bachelor number one?

MRS STEBEL

Okay, let's begin.

Kate Saunders...

you'll be married to...

Larry Tudgeman.

TOON LIZZIE

Mr. and Mrs. Larry Tudgeman.

Mrs. Kate Tudgeman.

Kate Saunders Tudgeman.

It's all good.

KATE

Mrs. Stebel

I can't be married to Larry.

Ugh!

MRS STEBEL

But you are married to Larry.

KATE

Stop saying that.

I want a new husband.

MRS STEBEL

There are no new husbands, Kate.

Now, you and Larry

come on up and select your job.

TOON LIZZIE

This is great.

I could be married

to a tree frog

and still have

a better marriage than her.

KATE

Ugh.

Ugh.

LARRY

Yeah, hey, I'm a mailman!

No, no--

I'm a mail delivery man.

For without me, there

is no mail, I am the mailman.

KATE

I'm a TV anchorwoman?

I love that.

LARRY

Honey, that is so great.

KATE

Put a cork in it, Tudgeman.

MRS STEBEL

All right, Lizzie McGuire

you'll be paired with...

( clock ticking )

TOON LIZZIE

Ethan Craft,

Ethan Craft, Ethan Craft

Ethan Craft, Ethan Craft!

MRS STEBEL

David Gordon.

( buzzer sounds )

TOON LIZZIE

Gordo's cool.

Yeah, I'm seeing it.

Best friends

equals best marriage.

Mix those two together

and we have

a recipe for victory.

No paper for us

this weekend, yes!

LIZZIE

Lawyer? Cool Mo Dee.

GORDO

Sanitation engineer?

Oh, I'm a garbageman.

I'm Gordo

the garbageman.

My wife's a lawyer;

I pick up trash.

LARRY

Hey, it doesn't make

you less of a man.

Trust me, I know.

My wife...

TV personality.

MRS STEBEL

Miranda Sanchez

you'll be paired

with Ethan Craft.

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, so

she's my best friend

so I guess I'm happy for her.

But this is so unfair.

ETHAN (to MIRANDA)

Hey, Mrs. Ethan Craft.

( heart thumping )

ETHAN

Surgeon.

That's like a doctor, right?

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, so I've met vegetables

brighter than him.

But he is a total hottie.

GORDO

He's a doctor,

and I'm a garbageman.

Wha...

MIRANDA

Homemaker.

ETHAN

Can I escort

Mrs. Ethan Craft to her seat?

( wedding bells ringing )

MIRANDA

That's Mrs. Doctor Ethan Craft.

TOON LIZZIE

Mrs. Doctor Ethan Craft?

MIRANDA

Hi. Just wanted

to let you know

I'm eating

with my husband

the doctor, today.

See you guys

in gym.

LIZZIE

Sure.

(to GORDO)

Did you see that rock

on Miranda's hand?

TOON LIZZIE

That's not a rock,

it's a continent.

GORDO

I've been

thinking

about it.

I'm not going to let this

trashman thing get me down.

I've got plans,

big plans.

I'm going to build

a trash empire with employees

and trucks and

city contracts.

It's going to be huge.

LARRY

Hey, Kate.

Hey, Kate?

Kate?

KATE

Ugh, do I know you?

LARRY

Yeah, I'm your husband.

Mrs. Stebel's class?

Mailman?

Okay, uh...

We should probably

get to work on this.

KATE

Look, I have plans this weekend

so I can't write a paper

so I need the best marriage,

which means

you can't be in it, okay?

LARRY

Aah. Want a

Brussels sprout?

KATE

Ew!

GORDO

The key is one truck,

just one garbage truck.

Then that becomes

two garbage trucks,

then three

then a lot of garbage trucks--

a fleet of garbage trucks.

For, you see,

trucks equal

contracts

and contracts

equal money

and money equals power.

Are you even listening to me?

Hello?

LIZZIE

Um... yeah.

You're talking about trash.

GORDO

You know, Lizzie,

I know we're best friends

but sometimes

I feel like

you take me

for granted.

Like now.

LIZZIE

What?

GORDO

How do you think

that makes me feel?

We've been married for less

than a period, and you're

already jealous of

someone else's husband.

LIZZIE

I'm not jealous.

GORDO

We have to work on

this marriage thing together.

TOON LIZZIE

I'm not jealous.

She's Mrs. Doctor Ethan Craft.

I'm married to a trashman.

I'm not jealous.

JO

Honey?

Lizzie...

Do you know

where your brother

is going?

LIZZIE

Mom, I'm his sister.

We don't talk.

JO

I'm just worried.

He's been really

good lately.

But, like,

too good--

you're sure

you haven't noticed

anything weird?

LIZZIE

Hmm... besides

his troll-like appearance

and his distaste for hygiene?

No.

Anyway, I've got enough

to worry about.

Miranda gets to be

Mrs. Doctor Ethan Craft

and I get to

be married to

Gordo, the trash king.

Oh, school project, don't worry.

JO

I don't know what

your teacher is telling you

but marriage is not

about how much you earn

or what you have.

It's about love and trust

and communication.

Right, honey?

SAM

Huh?

JO

Just say yes.

SAM

Yes.

JO

Good boy.

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, nice that

my parents like each other

but gross when they kiss

in front of me, ugh!

LIZZIE

I am so out of here.

JO

Honey?

SAM

Hmm?

JO

I'm worried

about Matt.

I think you should

go follow him.

SAM

I'll get my coat.

SAM

Matt?

Hey, Matt.

Hi.

What are you

doing here?

MATT

Um, tidying up my cave.

SAM

Is that what this is?

MATT

Uh, yeah.

SAM

I didn't know there was

a cave up here.

MATT

There wasn't.

SAM

You mean you made this cave?

MATT

I dug it.

SAM

Wow.

Well, how long did it take you?

MATT

I don't know, couple weeks.

SAM

Why?

MATT

Well, you see,

I ran into these rocks, and...

SAM

No, Matt, what I mean is,

why did you dig a cave?

MATT

Dad, haven't you ever wanted

a place that is your own?

A place you can just hang?

SAM

Each and every day

of my life, son.

MATT

Are you going to tell Mom?

SAM

Well, you have

parental supervision

so that would make this okay.

MATT

Welcome to the Matt Cave.

TOON LIZZIE

Kate? Ethan?

Probably totally innocent.

Wait, it's Kate.

Definitely not totally innocent.

KATE (to ETHAN)

So, what I was thinking...

I was thinking that

Mrs. Stebel clearly made

a mistake with my marriage

so I'm planning

to leave Larry

at the reunion.

ETHAN

Does that mean

I get two wives?

KATE

No.

ETHAN

But if you

leave Miranda

then you and I

could be... married.

( squishing noise )

ETHAN

Oh, that's still pretty cool.

KATE

How's that sound,

Dr. Craft?

ETHAN

You're really smart.

WAITRESS

Excuse me,

here's your drink.

LIZZIE

Thanks.

(to KATE)

Hi.

TOON LIZZIE

I would give a year's allowance

to be anyplace but here

right now.

Maybe two years.

GORDO

Garbage is gold-- stinky gold--

but gold nonetheless.

LIZZIE

Whatever.

GORDO

Come on, Lizzie.

Give me a hand here.

You want the perfect marriage

and you've been

making zero effort.

LIZZIE

Gordo, quit nagging me.

GORDO

Nagging you?

I wouldn't have to nag you

if you paid attention to me.

LIZZIE

I'd pay attention to you

if you talked about something

other than garbage.

GORDO

Like what?

Ethan and Miranda.

Mmm.

SAM

There's a bunch of batteries

in the garage.

I think there's more beef jerky

in the pantry.

JO

Hey!

SAM

Huh?

JO

Sam, can I talk to you

for a second?

SAM

Sure.

( whispering to MATT )

MATT

Got it.

JO

What's going on?

SAM

Nothing.

Just a little male bonding time

with me

and Matt.

JO

You know I'm going to find out.

GORDO

Trash may not be glamorous,

Lizzie

but it's going to put our kids

through school.

LIZZIE

That's not it.

GORDO

What is it?

LIZZIE

I went

to the Digital Bean yesterday

and I saw Ethan with Kate.

Kate is planning

to leave Larry

at the reunion

and she wants Ethan

to do the same to Miranda.

GORDO

But it's just a school project.

It's not real.

LIZZIE

It will be real to Miranda

when she gets dumped

in front of the

entire class.

GORDO

Okay, you're right.

We have to tell her

before the reunion.

LIZZIE

And how do we do that?

GORDO

Well, you'll have

to talk to her.

LIZZIE

Hey, Miranda.

Haven't seen

you around.

MIRANDA

Yeah, being a doctor's wife

can be pretty hectic.

LIZZIE

So, how's it working for you?

MIRANDA

Oh, we've decided that

Ethan is a heart surgeon.

We have

three kids--

Brittany, Gwyneth and Ethan Jr.

I drive the kids

to soccer practice

in my metallic blue

SUV

with beige leather interior.

LIZZIE

And what about Ethan?

MIRANDA

Oh, he works a lot.

Heart surgeons do, you know.

He'll meet me

here later.

This project is so much fun.

LIZZIE

Great.

Miranda, I have

to tell you something.

ETHAN

Hey

ladies

Dr. E's in the house!

TOON LIZZIE

I am so erasing his name

from my notebook.

ETHAN

Sorry I'm late.

I had some "doctor" stuff to do.

MIRANDA

You were saying, Lizzie?

LIZZIE

Uh...

I was saying

that...

I'm meeting Gord...

I'm meeting Gordo here

so I have to go.

TOON LIZZIE

I'm not a coward, really.

It's... it's just

not the right time.

MIRANDA

I hope you guys are

as happy as we are.

GORDO

She, uh... doesn't

look too upset.

LIZZIE

That's because

she doesn't know.

I couldn't

tell her.

I mean,

she looks so...

...happy.

GORDO

You know,

the longer you wait

the more hurt

she's going to get.

TOON LIZZIE

( grunting )

I am such a wimp.

MATT

Dad, does it get

much better than this?

SAM

Nope, it doesn't.

You know, I've been thinking.

What we really need

is some more room.

MATT

Talk to me.

SAM

I could blow that wall out

another seven feet.

Then we'd have

enough room in here

for a generator.

We'd have indoor lights.

MATT

And TV, okay? Can't forget TV.

SAM

Yeah, TV

would be cool.

We could probably punch a hole

in the roof here--

bring in

some satellite.

MATT

Cool.

SAM

How big a screen

you think we

could get in here?

JO

Sam!

Matt! What

are you guys

doing in there?

Get out of this mudhole

right now!

SAM

But...

MATT

But...

JO

No. No "buts."

This thing could collapse

on you any minute. Come on.

MATT

But it's cool.

JO

I know it's cool, honey.

but it's dangerous.

Right, Sam?

Right, Sam?

SAM

Son...

she caught us

fair and square.

At this point

resistance is futile.

MATT

Women...

you can't live with them

you can't let them know

where your cave is.

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

you're wearing that.

GORDO

Well, I'm

a trash man.

I'm proud of

where I come from.

LIZZIE

Don't you care

if we win?

GORDO

No, I don't.

Not anymore.

I care that,

ever since

we got married.

you just seem

annoyed by me.

I care that I feel

like my best friend

is taking me

for granted.

TOON LIZZIE

Not only am I a wimp,

I'm a jerk.

I'm batting two for two.

FARMER KID

So, basically,

while I was out milking the cow

she was in

the big city

fighting crime.

PARKER (COP KID)

But I was home

on the weekends

and we had

three kids.

MRS STEBEL

Commuter marriage.

Interesting.

So next up we have

Kate Saunders

and Larry Tudgeman.

KATE

I left Larry

the day after our wedding.

Of course

there were no children.

I replaced

Katie Couric

on the Today show,

and won several Emmys.

I lived

fabulously ever after.

The end.

Do I win?

LARRY

I do not remember

agreeing

to any of that.

MRS STEBEL

Kate, Larry

I want to see you

after the presentations, please.

After a five-minute break

next up will be

Miranda Sanchez

and Ethan Craft.

GORDO

Where... where

are you going?

LIZZIE

To tell her.

I can't let her

be embarrassed

in front

of the entire class.

I mean, sure, she's been

Dr. Ethan Craft for a week

but Miranda's been

my friend for much longer

and I can't just

let her walk into this.

LIZZIE

Hey, Miranda

can I talk

to you for a sec?

MIRANDA

Can't this wait?

I'm about to give my report.

LIZZIE

No, it can't.

MIRANDA (to ETHAN)

Give us a sec.

ETHAN

Sure thing,

sweetheart.

LIZZIE

Okay, Miranda, Ethan is

going to leave you, like, now.

MIRANDA

Just because

you're jealous

doesn't give you

the right to

make stuff up.

LIZZIE

Miranda, I'm not

making it up.

I'm your friend.

MIRANDA

Yeah? Some

friend you are.

LIZZIE

Some friend I am?

One lame school project

and you're

spending all your time

waiting around

for some guy

who doesn't

even care about you?

Who's going

to leave you

and embarrass you

in front

of the entire class?

MIRANDA

What are you

talking about?

Ethan and I spend

tons of time together.

LIZZIE

No. Ethan spends

a ton of time with Kate.

I saw them at

the Digital Bean together.

Kate asked Ethan

to leave you at the reunion

just like she left Larry.

I... I tried to tell you

but you seemed so... happy.

MIRANDA

What?

How?

LIZZIE

I'm really sorry.

ETHAN

Uh... yo!

Is there a Mrs. Doctor

in the house?

Me and Miranda

had our issues,

you know?

Like on Ricki Lake.

MIRANDA

Ethan was

a heart surgeon.

I was a homemaker.

We had three kids-- Brittany,

Gwyneth and Ethan Jr.

We had

a vacation house

a swimming pool.

I thought we had

a pretty good life.

ETHAN

GORDO

Now you know

who your real

friends are.

LIZZIE

That was some speech

you gave, Miranda.

MIRANDA

Yeah, well, I have

my real friends

to thank for that.

LIZZIE

I can't believe

you didn't win.

MIRANDA

I know.

I never thought

the cop and the farmer

would take it.

GORDO

A commuter

marriage.

How difficult

was that?

I mean, Lizzie,

you and I

we had some

real issues

that we

worked through.

LIZZIE

And we still have

500 words due on Monday.

MIRANDA

So what are you

guys going to write?

LIZZIE

I think I might write

about not taking people

for granted

and being really lucky

when you can marry

your best friend.

GORDO

Oh, great. You

realize this now?

Where was that a

couple of hours ago?

We could have

won with that.

MIRANDA

Yeah, well,

I'm waiting

( gasps )

( phones hang up )

GORDO

Hel...

hello?

Hello?

LIZZIE

Guys.

MIRANDA

Guys.

GORDO

Chicks.

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

MIRANDA

And mark.

GORDO

My trash empire

could have been big.

( phones hang up )

GORDO

Hel...

hello?

Hello?

KATE

Ew!

( laughter )

MATT

Cowabunga!

You the worm!

Whoo-hoo!

Now, Jake,

don't enjoy this.

MATT

I claim this land

in the name of England!

TOON LIZZIE

Whoa... whoa... whoa!

GORDO

Chicks.

LIZZIE

( giggles )

MIRANDA

( laughing )

Cut!
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MRS WORTMAN

So train "A" and train "B"

are traveling

at different speeds

heading for the same

destination,

and train "A" is traveling

at 90 miles per hour...

TOON LIZZIE

Unless I'm on a train

and it's taking me

to a private rock concert

with me and my friends,

I'm just not that interested.

of pop quizz in the morning.

ANGEL

What planet

are you from again, Gordork?

LIZZIE

Stop it!

ANGEL

Let me see your paper!

LIZZIE

No...cheater.

ANGEL

Why, are you afraid

Miss Wortman will see?

LIZZIE

I am so not afraid.

ANGEL

Prove it. Let me see.

LIZZIE

What part of "no"

Don't you understand?

ANGEL

Coward.

LIZZIE

[ growl ]

MRS WORTMAN

Ladies...

I don't tolerate cheating.

You can finish up your

conversation in detention.

[ echoing ]

Detention! Detention!

Detention! Detention!

Detention!

ANGEL

Ha ha ha ha ha!

TOON LIZZIE

Detention? Detention?

But I've never had detention.

I am a good girl.

good girls don't get detention.

ANGEL

Well, Frizzy McGuire,

welcome to my world.

see you in detention.

TOON LIZZIE

If I'm train "A"

and Angel's train "B,"

we're about to have

a major collision.

[ birds chirping ]

LIZZIE

Um, hi.

I'm Lizzie McGuire.

and my fans.

And that's the only way

LIZZIE

"L" squared?

ANGEL

TOON LIZZIE

LIZZIE

So, why'd you sit down

ANGEL

Look around.

Like I'm really

going to spend

my valuable detention time

talking to this bunch

of double e's.

LIZZIE

ANGEL

LIZZIE

It ran late.

Sorry.

TOON LIZZIE

First detention,

now I'm lying?

What's happening to me?

JO

Oh, it ran late.

Well, honey, why didn't you

just say so?

Oh, I know! Because you

prefer to torture me!

I mean, here I am

worried sick,

imagining all sorts of...

terrible things.

Lizzie, you know the rules.

LIZZIE

LIZZIE

No way. You ask yours.

MIRANDA

I can't she's working.

LIZZIE

Well, if we ask

mine she'll go

with us.

MIRANDA

So, how 'bout we

tell her we're

shopping for

school supplies.

LIZZIE

Miranda, you know

I'm not good at lying

MIRANDA

Then I'll lie.

She can just

drop us off.

LIZZIE

I guess that'll work.

TOON LIZZIE

A plan this simple

has to work.

Ah! Ooh!

I should have seen

that one coming.

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

JO

Lizzie, is that you?

LIZZIE (to MIRANDA)

What do I say?

MIRANDA

Yeah, Mrs. McGuire,

it's us.

Not a word to your

mom about the bra.

We're going to the mall

for school supplies.

Repeat after me:

"school supplies."

LIZZIE

School supplies.

Okay...

School supplies.

School supplies.

MIRANDA

Hey, Mrs. McGuire.

LIZZIE

Hi, Mom.

JO

Hey, girls.

How was school?

LIZZIE/MIRANDA

(together)

Fine.

JO

So... what's up?

LIZZIE/MIRANDA

(together)

Nothing.

JO

Uh, Lizzie, I have one more load

of laundry to do

and I was thinking I might throw

Mr. Snuggles in there

because he's looking

a little bit dingy.

( oinking )

JO

Hello? Lizzie?

LIZZIE

Um... I don't care what you do

with Mr. Snuggles.

Stuffed animals are for babies.

Give him to Matt.

JO

But... Mr. Snuggles, you've

had him since you were two.

He's, like, your favorite toy.

LIZZIE

Was my favorite toy.

I don't need

toys anymore.

I am an adult now.

We are adults now.

MIRANDA

So, Mrs. McGuire

could we have a

ride to the mall?

JO

Oh, well, sure.

What do you need?

MIRANDA

School supplies.

TOON LIZZIE

I'm a rock.

I'll never crack.

JO

School supplies, okay.

For what?

LIZZIE

School supplies.

MIRANDA

Um, for a project.

JO

Okay...

( phone ringing )

JO

Hold that thought.

Hello?

MIRANDA

What was that?

LIZZIE

School supplies?

MIRANDA

Come on, lets go put

our books in your room

before you totally

spill your guts.

MATT

See? I told you.

Jet Li is looking

for a new sidekick

for his newest movie.

The Untitled

Jet Li Project.

What a great title.

SAM

Aren't you a little young

for this?

MATT

It says right here,

"Ages ten and above."

SAM

Honey, what do you

think about this?

MATT

( kung fu yells )

JO

"Your contest entry

"in the Jet Li

Sidekick Sweepstakes

"can be a video,

an essay

or even

an audiotape."

I think it's

a terrible idea.

I don't want

him doing this.

SAM

Listen, he's not going win this

so we don't have

to tell him no--

someone else will.

Meanwhile,

we get the credit

for being

really cool parents.

JO

I think it's a

great idea, honey.

MATT

( kung fu yell )

Ow.

( birds chirping )

SAM

Son...

you okay?

Son, listen, I think

we're going to write

the best essay this

magazine's ever seen.

MATT

Essay?

Well, you know,

writing isn't my best subject.

SAM

No worries, son--

you're sitting

with the guy

who won a free trip to

Washington, DC, in 1976

for his brilliant

Bicentennial essay:

"America-- It's More

Than Just Amber

Waves of Grain."

MATT

Mmm... it's great,

Dad, yeah.

Great.

( doorbell rings )

LIZZIE

I'll get it.

GORDO

Hey.

LIZZIE

Y-Y-You can't be here.

GORDO

And yet I am here.

Your mom said

we were going to the mall.

LIZZIE

( gasps )

GORDO

Hi, Mrs. McGuire.

JO

Hey, Gordo.

MIRANDA

Hey, Mrs. McGuire,

I called my mom--

she's cool with

the mall thing.

(to GORDO)

Why are you here?

JO

I invited him.

LIZZIE/MIRANDA

(together)

When?

GORDO

When I just called.

JO

I figured if you guys

need school supplies

for a project, so does Gordo.

LIZZIE

Oh... no, G-Gordo doesn't need

any school supplies.

GORDO

What school project?

MIRANDA

You're not in that class.

GORDO

But I'm in all your classes.

Except for gym.

LIZZIE

Well, then

that's it.

It's-it's a very secret

special gym

project

that only me and Miranda

need to go shopping for.

MIRANDA

Yeah.

JO

What's the project, Lizzie?

MIRANDA

It's, um...

JO

I asked Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Oh... w-w-w...

JO

What do you need at the mall,

Lizzie?

TOON LIZZIE

I'd like to see a lawyer.

JO

Lizzie...

tell me the truth.

LIZZIE

I want a bra! Okay?!

A bra!

A bra!

We want a bra!

I want

( echoing ):

a bra... a bra... a bra!

* Hallelujah! *

* Hallelujah... *

MATT

Ew, that's disgusting.

JO

Oh...

SAM

A bra? Isn't she

kind of young

for that?

JO

Absolutely not.

And I should have

thought of this weeks ago.

What was I thinking?

I would be delighted

to take you

girls shopping.

Let me get my purse.

GORDO

M-Mrs. McGuire...

suddenly, I don't want to go to

the mall with you guys anymore.

JO

That's okay. You're uninvited.

SAM

Well, how about those,

uh... Mets, huh?

Guys?

MATT

I don't care.

I'm just glad we don't have

to talk about bras anymore.

GORDO

I-I have

to go home

and do something.

Anything-- anything but this.

SAM

Uh, Gordo, maybe you

could stick around

and help us with

Matt's contest entry.

MATT

Yeah...

I'm Jet Li's sidekick

in his next movie.

GORDO

I could go home

and get my camera.

MATT

That's a great idea!

GORDO

All right, I'll be

back in ten minutes.

SAM

Buddy...

I thought we were

going to write

an essay.

MATT

Dad...

let's call that Plan "B."

MIRANDA

You cracked like an egg.

LIZZIE

I got us here.

MIRANDA

Yeah-- with your mom.

SALESLADY

Can I help you two

with something?

JO

Yeah, hi.

We are shopping

for their

first bras.

This is so cool.

Where's the Little Miss

section?

SALESLADY

Over there

by the footie pajamas.

JO

Okay, great. Thanks.

Come on, girls.

LIZZIE

Mom...

do you think maybe we could be

a little quieter about this?

JO

About what?

LIZZIE

Oh... nothing.

TOON LIZZIE

Why doesn't she get

her own talk show

and broadcast it to the world.

MIRANDA

Can we ditch

her, please?

LIZZIE

No, but we can pretend

to get lost. Come on.

Come on.

MIRANDA

Oh, excuse me.

MR COPPERSMITH

Hi, Lizzie. Miranda.

LIZZIE

Mr. Coppersmith.

TOON LIZZIE

No, not happening.

I am not running into my cute

English teacher

in the you-know-what department.

Shouldn't he be home

handling grammar emergencies!

MR COPPERSMITH

I'm just buying a birthday

present for my wife.

JO

Hey, girls, I found

some really cute things

for you guys.

Hey, Mr. Coppersmith.

MR COPPERSMITH

Hi.

JO

How are you doing?

MR COPPERSMITH

I'm good. Good.

JO

Good to see you.

So, why don't you

take these

into the dressing room

and try them on? Okay?

LIZZIE

W...

MIRANDA

Let's go.

TOON LIZZIE

This has got to be enough

to get me into the witness

relocation program.

GORDO

Where's Matt?

SAM

Upstairs getting ready.

I got some interview questions

for you.

GORDO

"What's your name?

"How old are you?

Where do you go to school?"

SAM

That is my absolute favorite.

GORDO

These are some really great

questions, Mr. McGuire.

But, you know,

there are some

other ways

we can go.

MATT

( kung fu yell )

GORDO

Looking good, Matt.

So what I was

thinking is

we shoot a couple of cool

establishing shots:

Matt raking in

the Zen garden...

SAM

We don't have a Zen garden.

And what about my questions?

GORDO

Questions aren't very...

MATT

Boring.

SAM

Boring?

GORDO

Mr. McGuire...

if Matt's going to win this

thing, we need something big.

Something that's

going to set his entry

apart from the rest.

SAM

Okay, Gordo...

what would you suggest?

GORDO

I think we need to shoot

our own martial arts movie.

MATT

You are way too cool

to be Lizzie's friend.

LIZZIE

Okay, so getting

lost didn't work.

What do we do?

MIRANDA

Well, we're supposed

to be adults, right?

LIZZIE

So?

MIRANDA

So, tell her we

want to shop alone.

LIZZIE

If you're so adult,

why don't you tell her?

MIRANDA

Are you insane?

You tell her.

LIZZIE

I'm not telling her.

JO

Tell me what?

LIZZIE

Mom, I could have been changing.

JO

Oh, honey, it's

just us girls here.

LIZZIE

No, it's not.

JO

Well, here, I just brought you

some more stuff to try on.

LIZZIE

We can find things on our own.

JO

Okay, I'm just trying to help.

LIZZIE

We don't need your help.

JO

Okay...

What do you need?

LIZZIE

We need you

to leave us alone, okay?

You're always

going on about

what little adults we are

and when we try to act

like adults

you treat us like children.

We're not

children, Okay?

We're just not.

JO

Okay.

( sighs )

Here's...

$40.

I'm going to be

in the food court.

You come find me when

you're all finished, okay?

MIRANDA

That wasn't exactly

the way pictured

the "adult" conversation

between you and your mom.

LIZZIE

Well, me neither.

But a girl's got to do

what a girl's got to do.

MIRANDA

On the plus side...

we're alone,

in the mall...

with your mom's cash.

LIZZIE

I know I got exactly

what I wanted

so why don't I feel

any better?

LIZZIE

This is

so much easier

without my mother

hanging around.

MIRANDA

Exactly.

So, what are

we looking for?

LIZZIE

I don't know.

I thought you knew.

MIRANDA

I thought I did, too.

But-but there's all

these numbers and-and letters.

32s, 34s

36... As, Bs, Cs.

LIZZIE

Well, I mean, Kate owns one,

right?

How hard can it be?

GORDO

And... action.

( imitating poorly

dubbed movie )

You should have never have

come back here, Matthew-san.

Now, I will be forced

to destroy you.

MATT

You cannot destroy...

what you cannot catch.

( screaming )

( screaming )

GORDO

Ow!

( screaming )

MATT

( groaning )

That's what Jet Li's

sidekick does.

GORDO

And... cut.

LIZZIE/MIRANDA

( both gasping )

KATE

What are you guys doing here?

LIZZIE/MIRANDA

( gasping )

CLAIR

You must be lost.

The dork section is

on the first floor.

TOON LIZZIE

Is there some kind of rule

that Kate and her posse

have to witness

every moment

of misery in my life.

LIZZIE

We're shopping.

MIRANDA

Yeah. Shopping.

KATE

For what?

CLAIR

They don't sell

Underoos here

MRS MILER

Claire, Kate.

MIRANDA

I can't believe

you're shopping

with Claire's mom.

LIZZIE

( giggles ):

Yeah, we don't have to shop

with our mom.

MRS MILLER

Claire, there

you are.

Hi, Lizzie.

Hi, Miranda.

I haven't seem you girls

around for a while.

Where's your mom?

LIZZIE

Oh, we get to shop

by ourselves.

MIRANDA

Mmm.

MRS MILLER

By yourselves?

So, do you need any help?

LIZZIE

No, no, no.

No. No, no.

MIRANDA

We're fine.

MRS MILLER

Okay, then.

Tell your moms

I said hi.

CLAIRE

The footie pajamas

are over there in

the toddler section.

KATE

( laughter )

Good one.

SAM

"Only when the student

can take the pebble

from the master does the student

become Jet Li's sidekick."

MATT

Yes!

GORDO

Okay, cut, cut!

Um, Mr. McGuire,

this is the climax

of the movie

so it's kind

of important

that you stick

to the script.

SAM

I did.

GORDO

No. You have

to close your hands

when Matt tries

to get the stone.

You got to make it look

a little hard.

SAM

Yeah, I'm sorry, Gordo

but I don't think

a kung fu rip-off

is as effective

as a well-written

and perfectly

grammatically correct essay.

MATT

What are you talking about?

It's totally better.

SAM

Well, you know, you two seem

to have a better feel

for this stuff

than I do, so...

I'll just

leave you to it.

(on phone)

Hey, David, it's Sam.

Yeah.

I-I need a favor.

Are you still teaching kung fu?

MIRANDA

We are so lost.

LIZZIE

I have no clue

what I'm doing.

TOON LIZZIE

I need Mr. Snuggles.

MIRANDA

This was a total mistake.

Maybe we're not ready.

LIZZIE

You know, I don't need

a salesperson.

And I don't need

Miss Miller.

Miranda?

I think I need my mom.

MIRANDA

That's the best idea

you've had all day.

GORDO

Only once the pebble

has been taken

by the student

from the master...

no.

Only once the master

has given the... no.

Student can take

the pebble from

the master's...

Jet Li's sidekick.

Jet Li's sidekick.

MATT

It's mine.

GORDO

Jet Li's sidekick.

( groaning )

MATT

Gordo, we've done this

seven times already.

Aren't we done yet?

GORDO

I'm sorry, Matt,

but this was a lot easier

with your father helping.

MATT

Then let's go get him.

GORDO

Mr. McGuire

we really need

your help.

SAM

Guys, I told you:

I really don't know much

about this

kung fu stuff.

But I know someone who does.

DAVID CARRADINE

Hello, young grasshopper.

MATT

Dad, why is he calling

me "grasshopper"?

SAM

Just go with it,

Son.

DAVID CARRADINE

Your father tells me you wish

to be a martial artist.

MATT

Yeah...

Jet Li's sidekick.

( kung fu yells )

DAVID CARRADINE

I have much to teach you.

But...

you must be willing to learn.

MATT

Oh-kay.

JO

Hey, girls.

You finish

your shopping?

MIRANDA

Not exactly.

LIZZIE

It didn't really go

the way we planned.

JO

Listen, I'm really sorry.

LIZZIE

You know what,

Mom...

JO

No, let me finish.

I remember when

I was 13

and my mom would

take me shopping

she would do

everything imaginable

to embarrass me

and I promised myself

I would never

act like that

with my own daughter.

LIZZIE

Mom, you didn't act

that way.

JO

You're right--

I was worse.

And you are

becoming adults

and I should have

just let you do it

on your own.

And I'm sorry.

MIRANDA

No, you really shouldn't have.

LIZZIE

And we're not adults.

MIRANDA

Not even close.

LIZZIE

And you know

that temper tantrum

I just threw

in the dressing room?

Not exactly adult material.

So...

I'm really sorry.

MIRANDA

Me, too.

LIZZIE

And I guess the adult thing

to do sometimes is ask for help.

JO

You didn't buy

anything, did you?

LIZZIE

Nope.

MIRANDA

Nada.

JO

Well, let's go shopping.

Give me my $40.

LIZZIE

Uh...

TOON LIZZIE

They forget to sign

your field trip forms.

Forget you don't like

liverwurst.

But they never forget

when they give you cash.

* Everybody was kung fu fighting *

* Those cats were fast as lightning *

* In fact, it was a little bit frightening *

* But they fought with expert timing... *

DAVID CARRADINE

Pretty good.

* They were funky Chinamen *

* From funky Chinatown *

* They were chopping them up *

* They were chopping them down *

DAVID CARRADINE

What?

* It's an ancient Chinese art *

* And everybody knew their part *

* From a feint into a slip *

* And a kicking from the hip *

* Everybody was kung fu fighting *

* Those cats were fast as lightning *

* In fact it was a little bit frightening *

* But they did it with expert timing *

* Oh, yeah *

* Oh... *

* Ha! *

* Oh-oh-oh... *

( Matt yelling )

* Oh-oh-oh... *

* Oh-oh-oh... *

* Keep on, keep on, show them... *

DAVID CARRADINE

Class dismissed.

( gong resonates )

When you can snatch

the pebble from my hand

it will be time for you to be

Jet Li's sidekick.

MATT

Master, why do you

close your hand?

DAIVD CARRADINE

You have many questions,

grasshopper.

But I have a question

for you, Matt.

"What is it that qualifies you

to be the best choice

to become Jet Li's sidekick?"

MATT

Well, because I'm smart,

and funny

and I do

my own stunts.

( kung fu grunts )

Yeah!

DAVID CARRADINE

How did you do that?

MATT

Whoo-hoo!

Who's the grasshopper now?

* Woo-hoo, Woo-hoo *

* Woo-hoo, Woo-hoo. *

GORDO

And cut.

That's a wrap.

DAVID CARRADINE

My work is done.

( chimes tinkling )

MATT

Dad, high five.

You're the coolest.

GORDO

Mr. McGuire, who was that guy?

SAM

Gordo, I've known him

all my life.

He's like a brother to me.

( gong resonates )

LIZZIE

I can't believe you spent all

afternoon with Matt and my dad.

GORDO

Hey, Matt and

your dad are

pretty cool.

We made a

kung fu movie

and considering

the alternative

I'd say it was

a good choice.

LIZZIE

Well, I don't think

we'll be having

anymore girl-only

shopping trips

for quite a while.

MIRANDA

Yeah, Gordo,

it's safe to go with us

to the mall again.

GORDO

Cool, but when you

starting talking

about shopping for

school supplies

let me know

when you mean

school supplies or,

uh, "school" supplies.

LIZZIE

Deal.

MIRANDA

Deal.

TOON LIZZIE

My work here is done.

Hi-yah.

( phone ringing )

SAM

Hello?

This is Matt McGuire's father.

You're calling from the Jet Li

sidekick contest?

He won!

Matt's going to be

Jet Li's sidekick?

( screams )

LIZZIE McGUIRE

"Come Fly with Me"

Production Code 112

MIRANDA

Where is Gordo?

I thought we were

supposed to meet him.

LIZZIE

Just follow the music

and get ready

to travel back in time.

Hey, Gordo.

GORDO

Hey, Pally, Charley,

how's your birds?

I just said,

"Hey, how's it going?"

That's how they talked

in Las Vegas in 1960.

MIRANDA

Can't you

just talk normal?

Like, "Hey, dawg,

what's the dealio?"

GORDO

That's how everybody talks.

I'm not everybody.

TOON LIZZIE

Gordo is definitely

not everybody.

He's always doing

something different.

Like when everybody else

was RollerBlading

Gordo was riding a unicycle.

When everybody else

was into chocolate cappuccinos

he had a Zen rock garden,

whatever that is.

His latest thing is this whole

Rat Pack-lounge culture stuff.

It's a little weird

for my taste

but who am I

to tell Gordo what to do?

LIZZIE

Gordo, shouldn't you be

listening to Britney Spears?

GORDO

Why?

MIRANDA

That's what

normal people listen to.

LIZZIE

People will think you're weird.

GORDO

Do me a solid, doll?

Take this

double sawbuck

and grab me a platter

I got on tap.

TOON LIZZIE

I hope that means,

"Thanks for the good advice.

Here's $20."

GORDO

The new Rat Pack

CD is in -- Get a load of Disc.

I was hoping you could

pick it up for me after school.

LIZZIE

Why can't you pick it up?

Are you headlining

in Atlantic City?

GORDO

I've got

something

on my toe.

I have to go to the podiatrist.

LIZZIE

Okay, yeah,

I'll pick it up for you.

But you do me

a favor, okay?

Go easy on this

whole Rat Pack stuff.

GORDO

Go easy?

How can you go easy

with a romping

cat like Frank?

You got to hear him swing, baby.

He could make

Ol' MacDonald jump.

* Ol' MacDonald *

* Had a farm *

* E-I-E-I-O. *

GUY

Hey, stop playing

that stuff!

You're ruining

my lunch!

GORDO

Maybe I could

tone it down a little.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

MIRANDA

Hey, did you

get Gordo's CD?

LIZZIE

I told the clerk

it's for my great-grandfather

to leave the home.

VINCE

Quick!

MIRANDA

Vince, give it.

VINCE

"Ooh, I'm Miranda.

I want my CD back."

LIZZIE

Seriously, Vince

it's not for us.

It's for someone else.

VINCE

"Seriously, I'm Lizzie.

"I borrowed

somebody's CD."

MIRANDA

She didn't

borrow it.

She got it for Gordo.

VINCE

"Oh, I'm Lizzie.

"I'm in love

with Gordo."

ETHAN

Yo, Vince,

give it up.

VINCE

Yeah. Okay.

TOON LIZZIE

Ethan Craft is so totally hot.

I hope this

isn't stuck this way.

ETHAN (to LIZZIE)

This yours?

LIZZIE

Thanks.

Vince is a foot fungus.

ETHAN

Fungus.

Isn't this, like

a million years old

or something?

TOON LIZZIE

Great! I finally get a chance

to talk to Ethan Craft

and he thinks I like the music

that my great-grandmother

listened to.

ETHAN

Mind if I check it out?

MIRANDA

You don't

understand, Ethan.

LIZZIE

Yeah, we really don't listen

to that kind of music.

ETHAN

( music playing )

Hey, this kind of rocks.

LIZZIE

Well, it's because

it's not really

the swingingest cut

on the platter.

MIRANDA

Yeah, but with

a romping cat like this guy

all the tunes

are... are...

are...

grooving birds.

ETHAN

This is old school.

You guys have cool taste.

TOON LIZZIE

I've always thought so, pally.

ETHAN

Hey, maybe we could hook

up later. You know, hang out.

You guys could give me the 411.

LIZZIE

Sure.

MIRANDA

Yea.

LIZZIE

We're experts.

GORDO

Hi, guys.

LIZZIE

How's your corn pone,

baby?

GORDO

Where did

you learn that?

MIRANDA

We read the back

of this album.

This Sinatra cat

was one mother gasser.

GORDO

You guys aren't

just ragging

on me, are you?

LIZZIE

No. We really listened

to some of this stuff.

MIRANDA

Trust me Gordo,

if we wanted to rag on you,

there are other ways to do it.

GORDO

GORDO

Got you all locked up,

Charlie Banks.

MIRANDA

And there's the way

you blink your eyes so much.

GORDO

I do not blink that much.

MIRANDA

You always blink.

GORDO

I do not.

MIRANDA

You just did.

You did it again.

GORDO

You're making me think about it.

MIRANDA

You did it again.

GORDO

Cut it out.

MIRANDA

( Sighs)

MATT

38...

39...

Okay.

We're getting better.

Ready to go

again, Lanny?

SAM

Hey, Matt.

Hiya, Lanny.

JO

What are

you boys up to?

MATT

We're going

to set the world record

for the world's longest

netball rally.

And then our world

record will go in

the Book of World Records.

SAM

That's great.

You think you

got enough energy

for that, Lanny?

SAM (to JO)

Does he ever

say anything?

JO

I've never

heard him.

SAM

That's creepy.

JO

Maybe

he's just shy.

Okay, well, you guys

have fun.

And you

let us know

if you need

anything, okay?

MATT

Ready to go

again, Lanny?

One...

GORDO

Hey, check

you guys out.

You look like you

just jetted in

from Acapulco.

MIRANDA

Crazy rags, huh?

LIZZIE

Hey, Adam,

how's your corn pone?

GORDO

Guys, it's really cool

that you're so into this

but please don't make

too big a deal out of it.

I don't want it

to turn into some dopey fad

that every idiot does

because he thinks it's trendy

like Ricky Martin

and digital pets.

LIZZIE

Don't worry, Gordo.

It's not like we're

the trendsetters around here.

MIRANDA

Digital pets were fun.

It was so sad when mine died.

ETHAN

ETHAN

Bummer, man.

Cool shirt, though.

LIZZIE

Ethan, me and Miranda

got these clothes at Anteater

over on Lexington Street.

They had a lot

of guy stuff, too.

MIRANDA

And they accept all

major credit cards.

ETHAN

Cool, I'm there.

Props, man.

Come on, Steve

we're going to

Anteater.

MATT

Thirty five...

thirty-s...

Thirty-five.

Crud.

That's the best

we've done in two days.

This is pointless.

Hey, that's a great idea.

We could find

a different record to set.

Let's see...

"World Land Speed Record."

Nah, can't drive.

"World's Tallest Man."

Nah.

Um...

Ah, here we go.

"World's Largest Pancake."

Let's find

something else to do.

And don't tell my mom

about this.

( steam hissing )

Cool.

GORDO

There was a Frank Sinatra

biography on last night.

Did you know that

he spent more money

on hats than

my house cost?

( popping )

( popping )

TOON LIZZIE

You gotta hand it

to the kids at our school.

They sure can jump

on the bandwagon.

It's a good thing Gordo's C.D.

wasn't banjo music.

Everybody would be dressed

like hillbillies.

( tires squealing )

( shutter clicking )

( record scratches )

LIZZIE

This is so great, Gordo.

Everybody loves your music.

MIRANDA

Kate alert,

Kate alert.

KATE

Lizzie, Miranda.

LIZZIE

Kate.

KATE

People are talking

about you two.

MIRANDA

Yeah, well,

it's all lies.

KATE

They're saying that

you guys started

all this cool lounge stuff.

That you were the first ones.

MIRANDA

Yeah, that was us.

LIZZIE

Actually,

Gordo started it

but we ran with it.

KATE

Well, whoever started it

you three were ahead

of the curve.

And you know

the most about it

which means...

I need your help.

TOON LIZZIE

Well, well, well-well, well.

Little Miss Popular

needs our help.

Looks like the shoe's

on the other foot

but she's gonna have to beg

she's gonna have to

get down on her knees.

She's gonna have to grovel.

LIZZIE

Sure, Kate, what'd you need?

TOON LIZZIE

Doh!

KATE

I'm on the dance committee

and we thought it would be fun

to make this month's dance

a Rat Pack theme.

You guys can help us...

...plan it.

LIZZIE

I think we could, because...

MIRANDA

We can probably manage to...

LIZZIE

...because I don't think

we have any other...

MIRANDA

I got some free time.

LIZZIE

Yeah, we can do it.

KATE

Great.

It should be a Ding Dong time.

GORDO

The phrase is

"ring-a-ding-ding."

KATE

Whatever.

It'll be fun.

LIZZIE

Oh, Gordo, we can

use those great

Las Vegas posters

that you got.

Ooh, this is gonna

be awesome.

GORDO

No, thanks.

If you ask me, the idea

of a Rat Pack dance

couldn't be any stupider.

See you around, Pally.

LIZZIE

Hey, Gordo.

Your mom sent up

some cupcakes.

GORDO

No, thanks.

One of her patients

baked those.

She lives in a one-bedroom

apartment with 28 cats.

LIZZIE

Ugh.

TOON LIZZIE

Just what I need, a hairball.

( hacking )

LIZZIE

Anyway, I hope you understand

this geography homework

'cause I don't see

what job I could ever have

that would possibly require me

to know anything about Bolivia.

GORDO

Ambassador to Bolivia?

LIZZIE

Oh.

Whoa, aren't those

those planes

that your aunt gave you

for your birthday?

I thought you thought

they were goofy.

GORDO

That's what I thought.

They're actually

kind of cool.

The Allies used this plane

in World War II

to deliver powdered eggs

and rubber to American Samoa.

LIZZIE

Wow... that's so cool.

Anyway, everyone's

really excited

about this whole

Rat Pack dance.

GORDO

Ugh.

LIZZIE

Oh, come on, I know

you don't like dancing

but it could still be fun.

GORDO

It's not the dancing.

I'm just not into

that Rat Pack thing anymore.

TOON LIZZIE

Not into it? That's nuts!

LIZZIE

Oh, come on,

you love it.

GORDO

Not anymore.

Now I love radio-

controlled 1/64 scale

World War II planes.

Vroom.

LIZZIE

How could you

just give that up?

GORDO

Fine, I'll tell you why.

It's because you and Miranda

got Ethan Craft into it

and then he got

everybody else into it.

When Kate Sanders

likes something

it's officially a mindless fad,

and I don't want any part of it.

LIZZIE

Gordo, I think

Kate might really like it.

GORDO

She thinks it's Ding Dong.

The phrase is ring-a-ding-ding.

It was a code for living life

on your own terms.

A Ding Dong

is a chocolate-covered

devil's food cake treat

intended for mass consumption.

I'm not into mass consumption.

Let's do homework.

TOON LIZZIE

Great, I ruined Gordo's hobby

and I ate a cat hair cupcake.

* Survivor, I'm going to make it... *

MATT

You gained a pound!

You only have 674 to go.

* I'm not gonna give up *

* I'm not gonna stop, I'm gonna work harder... *

MATT

Faster!

* I'm a survivor, keep on surviving *

* Whoa, ohh, ohh, ohh... *

SAM

I mean, who's to say

what's the proper

etiquette for a...

( crash )

MATT

( yelling )

( continues yelling )

Okay, the record

the kind of outfits the judges

should be looking for.

MIRANDA

You got it.

(to LIZZIE)

Know what those are?

KATE

And we are going

to need all of this by...

( whip crack )

tomorrow.

MIRANDA

We have to get Gordo

to give us the scoop

on this stuff.

LIZZIE

We can ask him but I don't think

he's going to be too crazy

about helping us.

MIRANDA

He has to.

This is the Dance Committee.

They can do things to us.

LIZZIE

Remember, Gordo's

not that wild

about this whole

Rat Pack dance

so let me get around

to it kind of slow, okay?

MIRANDA

This is like,

the dorkiest

hobby ever.

LIZZIE

Hey, Gordo.

How's the plane stuff

coming along?

It looks really cool.

GORDO

Can't get the engine started.

LIZZIE

Oh, well, you will.

So how fast do

these things fly?

GORDO

If anyone ever gets

one off the ground

I'll tell you.

MIRANDA

We need a list

of 20 Frank

Sinatra tunes

pictures of clothes

people wore back then

and the Rat Pack's

favorite food.

LIZZIE

Miranda!

MIRANDA

(to LIZZIE)

What can I say?

I cut to the chase.

GORDO

The Sinatra songs were

all called "Leave Me Alone"

people used to wear

"I couldn't care less"

and their favorite food

was "Good-bye."

LIZZIE

Gordo, come on.

GORDO

Come on, what?

You guys are

the big Rat Pack fans, here.

You should know

all this stuff.

LIZZIE

You're the Rat Pack fan

and you know it.

GORDO

Not anymore, not since

you guys made it a big fad.

Now I'm stuck

with this lame-o hobby.

LIZZIE

You're not stuck with it

and you don't

have to do it

if you don't want to.

But it's not our fault

that the other kids

like the music and stuff.

GORDO

It's your fault

for spreading it around.

MIRANDA

MIRANDA

Besides, why

isn't anyone else

allowed to like Frank Sinatra?

GORDO

Because they don't even

really like him.

They're just mindless trendoids

following the herd.

I'm not a superficial

LIZZIE

And what, we are?

GORDO

I don't know.

I'm not the one helping

Kate Sanders with her dance.

LIZZIE

No, you're not,

but I'm not the one sitting here

hanging out with a bunch

of propeller-headed weirdoes

trying to get some powdered egg

and rubber plane off the ground.

And you don't even like it.

LIZZIE

( propeller buzzing )

MIRANDA

Yeah, me too, and it

really ticks me off.

GORDO

Cool threads, sugar lips.

Son of a...

( laughing )

Great, I ruined Gordo's hobby.

( growling )

or swimsuit competitions.

GORDO

Well, forget it, then.

MIRANDA

Oh my gosh, oh...!

Oh, I'm sorry, Tudgeman.

I-I got it!

I didn't even try to

but I got it!

LIZZIE

What did you get?

What did you get?

MIRANDA

The lead in the play!

I am going to be the star

of the school play!

LIZZIE

Oh, that is

so awesome!

Congratulations!

MIRANDA

I thought I'd get in the chorus

or paint the scenery

or something.

But no, I got the biggest part!

LIZZIE

I didn't know

MIRANDA

GORDO

( laughing )

MIRANDA

Oh, Stingo, why does Reb

do such dangerous things?

You're his best friend,

and I can't get

through to him!

Why, oh, why won't

he let me in?

GORDO

How come this is so lame?

LIZZIE

It's just rehearsal.

I mean, I'm sure the movie

with the hockey-playing chimp

wasn't brilliant

the first time

they ran through it.

It'll get better.

TOON LIZZIE

Yeah, right.

MIRANDA

Can't you talk some sense

into him, Tudgeman?

LARRY

Um, I'm Stingo,

remember?

Oh, can't you talk some sense

into him, Stingo?

LIZZIE

At least I sure hope

it gets better.

MATT

I can't believe that garage sale

your parents had.

I never knew

people would pay

money for old junk.

I mean, that lady

with that weird

purple thing

on her neck paid $5

for a cookie jar

shaped like an elf!

Uh!

Hey...

I think I'm thinking

what you're

thinking.

Sell my stuff.

( crowd chattering )

LIZZIE

MIRANDA

Thanks.

LIZZIE

Yeah, you gave

her to me before

soccer playoffs,

and it helped me score a goal.

So now she's

going to

bring you some good luck.

MIRANDA

Thanks.

MR ESCOBAR

Gather round,

kids.

MIRANDA

Thanks, I've got to go.

LIZZIE

Okay.

ALL:

Ohm...

GORDO

Is Miranda nervous?

LIZZIE

No, I've never seen

her so confident.

JO

Here we go.

SAM

Yep.

Here we go.

( electronic game beeping )

( applause )

LARRY

Hey, Reb, I heard

you got expelled from school.

KID IN AUDIENCE

Hey, it's Tudgeman!

LIZZIE

Shh!

TRAVIS

Mr. Birch hasn't

liked me since my

family's moved west

and I started

here at Southeast

Northfield High.

LARRY

Man, that's a gyp, Reb.

They should have launched him

into orbit

instead

of the astronauts... oh!

TRAVIS

Oh, Stingo, you

and your wisecracks.

MIRANDA

Reb! Reb!

( loud bang )

MIRANDA

Ow!

Now that you've been expelled

( foot dragging )

my father will never

let me see you again.

I'll be restickted,

stricted...

I'll be restricted!

My bad...

Um...

and senior prom is two weeks

away!

( clunk )

( metal rattling )

MATT

( snoring )

LANNY

( game beeping )

MIRANDA

Reb! Reb!

How could you do that, Daddy?

You'll never understand Reb,

because he's a wild mustang

running free as swiftly

as the eagle

on the prairie flying above us.

The wide open spaces...

( glass breaking )

TOON LIZZIE

Blah!

MIRANDA

So I'm going with Reb

GORDO

Well, it didn't get any better.

LIZZIE

It's official.

Miranda stinks.

MATT

Be careful with

that box, Lanny.

No, Lanny,

I told you.

First, we're selling the books.

Then the toys,

then the clothes.

And then we'll

sell the wagon.

Okay, you ready, Lanny?

GORDO

MATT

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, okay, I can do this.

I've got words in my head.

Come on, words,

out of my head, out, out!

Ooh, Scranton...

That's a city in Pennsylvania.

What stinking good

does that do me?

GORDO

Hey, what you doing?

LIZZIE

Hmm, the play review.

What's that?

GORDO

A Whee-lo.

LIZZIE

It doesn't have a wheel.

GORDO

Yeah, I know.

That Lanny, he could

sell ice to a polar bear.

So, how's the review coming?

LIZZIE

Mmm, great.

Just great.

GORDO

" Greasier Review,

by Lizzie McGuire.

Scranton."

Well, I-I-I...

that really says it all.

I probably would've gone

with Pittsburgh

but you know me--

I overstate things.

LIZZIE

That's just doodling.

I can't bring myself

to say that Miranda...

GORDO

Stinks like

a cab driver's armpit?

LIZZIE

Gordo, I can't say that.

She's my best friend.

I can't give her a bad review.

GORDO

It's not a big deal.

Miranda's an actress.

She knows that sometimes

you don't get good reviews.

LIZZIE

Well, she's counting

on me to support her.

GORDO

She may be

the worst actress in history,

and you're reporting on it.

You have to report

the truth.

LIZZIE

Well, I might have

to report the truth

but that doesn't mean

I can't go easy on her.

Newcomer Miranda Sanchez gives

her best effort as Rhonda

in the school production

of Greasier.

MIRANDA

"Unfortunately, her best

effort comes up short."

Comes up short?!

LIZZIE

Well, I said

your clothes looked nice.

MIRANDA

How could you do this?

You know how important

this play is to me!

LIZZIE

I know, and I...

MIRANDA

I can't believe it.

I thought you were

my best friend.

LIZZIE

Hey, Miranda.

I got you some flan.

I know how much

you like it.

TOON LIZZIE

Hey, don't slide away from me,

Miss Thing.

I'm trying to be

the nice one here.

LIZZIE

Come on, Miranda.

I mean, I didn't mean

for the review to hurt you.

TOON LIZZIE

Hey, I shouldn't even have

to apologize

Miss Queen of Stinky Acting.

LIZZIE

I was just trying

to do my job.

I thought that

you would understand.

MIRANDA

Oh, I-I understand.

I understand that

you're just jealous

that I'm the star

of the school play

and you are just

a little reporter!

And if you think

tearing me down

makes you

bigger than me

well, you're wrong!

You're a lousy friend!

TOON LIZZIE

Well, you're a lousy friend,

too, and a stinkbag actress!

LIZZIE

Well, you're a lousy friend,

too, and a stinkbag actress!

TOON LIZZIE

Impressive.

MIRANDA

Oh!

LIZZIE

( sighs )

GORDO

Didn't go so well, huh?

LARRY

Oh! Those were my fries!

LIZZIE

Brilliant observation,

Gordo.

GORDO

Miranda, wait up.

MIRANDA

Don't even try to

defend Lizzie, Gordo.

GORDO

I don't have to.

This is a tape

of your performance

and this is the review

Lizzie wrote.

Take a good look

at them both.

MIRANDA

( on tape )

Oh, Reb, I've found you at last.

Don't move.

I'm coming

across this arcade and...

( clunking, rattling )

MIRANDA

( on tape )

...oops.

Ow!

...and jumping into your arms

and never letting go!

( boy groaning )

MIRANDA

( on tape )

Sorry.

MATT:

Roger that, Lanny.

I'm exiting the kitchen

and heading upstairs.

We'll establish communications

from there.

Matt, over and out.

( static )

JO

Honey? Honey.

Where did you get

the walkie-talkies?

MATT

I earned them, like you said.

Well, I've got to go.

Lanny got his stomach pumped

and he's going to tell me

all about it.

SAM

How did he earn

all that money?

JO

And what did Lanny eat?

MATT

So, even though

they look like marshmallows

they don't really taste

like marshmallows?

That's good to know.

Well, Matt, over and out.

Talk to you later.

( static )

( knocking )

SAM

Hey, Matt.

JO

What happened to all

your things, honey?

MATT

Sold them.

SAM

And you used the money

for your walkie-talkie?

MATT

Uh, yeah.

Well, I got to go downstairs

and do my spelling homework.

Oh, yeah...

I don't have anything

to wear tomorrow to school.

See ya!

( door closes )

JO

What's it going to cost

to replace all his stuff?

SAM

Uh...

Uh, right.

SAM

Yeah.

JO

Let's not teach him

anything else

for a while.

Okay?

SAM

Okay.

LIZZIE

Hey, Mom.

I think I'm going to buy

my lunch at school tomorrow

so you don't have

to pack me one.

JO

Honey, this

isn't for you.

This is for your

dad's softball game.

LIZZIE

You're going to

Dad's softball game?

JO

Mmm-hmm.

LIZZIE

But he hardly even gets to play

and the only time

he gets on the base

is when he gets hit by a pitch.

JO

Well, his team finally made it

to the semi-quarter

consolation game, whatever

and it's the best

they've ever done

so I figured,

what the heck.

LIZZIE

But you don't even like

softball.

JO

Honey, it's not that

I don't like it. I hate it.

It's very, very dull to watch

and the bleachers are

incredibly uncomfortable.

DAVID

Go!

JEREMY

Go!

JO

Yeah!

DAVID / JEREMY

Whoo!

LIZZIE

Well, he didn't go

to your blood drive.

JO

Well, to be fair,

he was working that day.

LIZZIE

I thought

he just didn't want to go.

JO

Well, if he did,

I would still go to his game.

It's not about

who owes who what.

If you love someone,

you support them.

TOON LIZZIE

I hate this!

She's showing me how to be

a better friend to Miranda

and she doesn't even know

she's doing it.

I think Mom might be a witch.

MR ESCOBAR

"In spite of the efforts

of the rest of the cast

"the entire play

is dragged down

by Miranda Sanchez's

performance."

You?!

Y... I...

We were on our way

to the stars!

Hmm...

Places, everyone.

LIZZIE

Miranda

I know you think

I'm a terrible friend

but before you drop

a spotlight on me

I wanted to show you this.

It's running

in the next issue.

It's a retraction of my review.

MIRANDA

"Contrary to previous reports

"Miranda Sanchez is

very entertaining

as Rhonda Dopopopolos."

LIZZIE

I was wrong to run a bad review,

and I'm really sorry.

MIRANDA

No, you're wrong now.

I was terrible.

LIZZIE

You were terrible?

MIRANDA

I saw the tape

of my performance. Ew!

I-I even wrote a letter

to the editor

saying your review was too nice.

How can you write

a retraction of the truth?

LIZZIE

Because you're my friend.

And you love acting.

I couldn't just

ruin that for you.

MIRANDA

Well, thanks,

but just because

I'm a bad actress doesn't mean

you should be

a bad journalist.

LIZZIE

If I'd known it was going

to make you feel that bad

I would have never written

a review.

MIRANDA

Thanks, but if I had known

I was going to stink so bad

I would have never even done

the show.

I'm sorry I got mad at you

but let's face it,

acting is not my thing.

LARRY

Whoo-hoo!

TRAVIS

Oh, Stingo, you

and your wisecracks. Heh, heh.

MIRANDA

Hey, maybe glee club?

LIZZIE

Huh?

TRAVIS

Oh, Stingo, you

and your wisecracks.

MIRANDA

Glee club. If I'm a bad actress,

I have to be a good singer.

TOON LIZZIE

Glee club?

Singing?

Oh, no!

TRAVIS

( shouting ):

Oh, Stingo,

you and your wisecracks!

MIRANDA

Oops. That's my cue.

Poor audience.

Reb! Reb!

( clunking,

clattering ):

Ow!

LIZZIE

Ooh...

TOON LIZZIE

Singing.

Just when you think Miranda's

hit bottom, she gets a shovel.

[ screen title: ]

[ Glee Club Recital ]

[ One Month Later ]

[ MIRANDA performs the song "Reflection" from the Disney movie Mulan ]

MIRANDA

* Look at me *

* I will never pass for a perfect bride *

* Or a perfect daughter *

* Can it be... *

TOON LIZZIE

( pop )

MIRANDA

* I'm not meant to play *

* This part... *

LIZZIE

Hello, Mariah Carey.

MIRANDA

* Now I see that if *

* I weren't true... *

GORDO

She really found something

she doesn't stink at.

MIRANDA

* ...to be myself... *

LIZZIE

Good for Miranda.

MIRANDA

* I would break... *

TOON LIZZIE

I bet if I keep looking

I can find a thing

I'm really good at, too.

MIRANDA

* ...my family's heart *

* Somehow I cannot hide who I am *

* Though I've tried *

* When will my reflection show *

* Who I am inside? *

LIZZIE

Lizzie,

there's something

I'm supposed

to tell you...

( stifled laughter )

LIZZIE

What, dog breath?

MATT

Nothing.

LIZZIE

Freak.

GORDO

That's it.

I just remembered

what I'm supposed to tell you

Ethan said that if you wanted

to sit with him at lunch today

he'd be cool with it.

LIZZIE

Ethan?

Ethan Craft said I could

eat lunch with him today

and you're... and you're

telling me this now...

way into the conversation...

with no time to prepare?

GORDO

I couldn't

remember.

You want

to know why?

Because it's not

that important.

LIZZIE

( scoffs ):

Not important?

MIRANDA

Gordo, if Lizzie

has lunch with Ethan

I mean,

the school will notice.

GORDO

No, they won't.

MIRANDA

Yes, they will.

Which translates

to being popular.

Lizzie will be popular

which means

we will be popular.

GORDO

Whatever.

LIZZIE

( thuds )

GORDO

What happened?

MIRANDA

Lizzie?

LIZZIE

Let's just say

it's about four feet tall

it has brown hair

and it's far worse

than you not telling me

I have spinach stuck in my teeth

all afternoon.

I'd hang up, but I can't.

TOON LIZZIE

Matt must've been switched

at birth.

My real brother couldn't be some

prank-pulling, lizard-killing

make-believe-friend-having

weirdo.

I want a blood test.

THEME SONG

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

LIZZIE

No big deal?

No big deal?

But-but I'm supposed

to have lunch with...

( tires screeching )

Hysterical?

Who said I'm hysterical?

I'm not hysterical.

JO

Lizzie, I think we got almost

all the honey out.

I don't think anyone's

going to notice.

LIZZIE

Yes, they will.

They just won't say anything.

JO

Well, let's ask

your father.

Sam?

SAM

Hmm?

JO

Look at Lizzie.

Doesn't she look

especially nice today?

SAM

Yeah, she does.

Especially her earrings.

TOON LIZZIE

Poor Dad.

He tries so hard, but most

of the time, he's clueless.

SAM

Um, I mean her outfit.

Of course, your hair.

LIZZIE

See?

SAM

No, it-it looks nice.

Beautiful, in fact.

JO

( bell dinging )

See?

TOON LIZZIE

Poor Mom.

She's got Dad so well-trained

she actually believed that.

MATT

I'm telling you,

Lanny

the honey thing worked great.

I did exactly what you said,

but I used my sister

instead of a hamster.

( kettle drum boings )

MATT

Uh, Lanny, I got to go.

Hi.

LIZZIE

If you want to know

what's good for you

you won't talk to me,

you won't look at me

and you pretend

that you don't know me.

MATT

Forever?

Works for me.

SAM

Hey, Matt

that's your sister.

Be nice.

MATT

But she's such an easy target,

Dad.

LIZZIE

Oh, let's see if you can say

that

with your head

underneath my foot.

JO

Okay, that's it.

Matt...

you are grounded.

SAM

Yeah.

What'd he do?

JO

He... her hair.

SAM

Oh, right, right.

MATT

So, what is it this time?

No TV?

No friends over

after school?

No more chicken noodle

casserole?

Eww!

LIZZIE

I know!

Why don't we just send him away,

like, forever?

JO

That's not a bad idea.

MATT

Hey, that's not very nice.

JO

Well, you haven't been

very nice either,

young man

putting honey

on your sister's phone.

Just go to school.

I'll deal with

your punishment later.

MATT

( sarcastically ):

Oh, I'll rush right home.

SAM

Hey, Matt,

cool it, all right.

And you better hurry up

before you miss

your bus.

TOON LIZZIE

Poor Matt.

If he weren't so... w-wait!

What am I saying?

"Poor Matt"?

Not.

MATT

Hey, what about her?

TOON LIZZIE

Mom's taking me to school,

brother from another.

MATT

Oh, "Mommy's taking me

to school."

( vehicle driving away )

MATT

Hey, wait!

Hey, wait for me!

Hello!

Hey!

Thank you!

Hey, this isn't my bus.

Oh, well.

GORDO

Your hair looks fine.

Really.

MIRANDA

Oh, and for the record,

your teeth

are clear, too.

LIZZIE

Thanks, Miranda.

Anyway, I've made a desion.

I'm not going to let

my little brother ruin

what's otherwise the greatest

day of my entire life.

GORDO

What's so great about it?

LIZZIE

( scoffs ):

Tell him, Miranda.

Two words, Gordo.

GORDO

If you say Ethan Craft,

I swear I'm going to hurl.

MIRANDA

Fine.

In that case, I'll say one word:

lunch.

GORDO

( gagging )

ETHAN

You're in my seat, little man.

Move it.

MATT

Um, I don't think so.

ETHAN

You don't think so?

MATT

Um, no, unless

I missed the sign

that says "reserved

for Frankendork."

ETHAN

What?

MATT

Franken-dork.

Frankendork.

I'd show you, but I

don't have a mirror.

( laughter )

ETHAN

Who are you?

MATT

( with British accent ):

They call me Bond.

Matt Bond.

ETHAN

All right,

you leave me no choice.

( cracking )

How do you want it?

MATT

Um, shaken, not stirred.

ETHAN

( chuckling )

You're funny.

MATT

So are you, but looks

aren't everything.

ETHAN

Slide over, Bond.

MIRANDA

I hate writing

on the chalkboard.

It makes my hands all powdery

and dry, like my grandma's face.

Hello, anybody home?

LIZZIE

Oh, sorry.

MIRANDA

Where is your head today?

( Wedding March playing )

( camera shutter clicking )

( record scratches )

LIZZIE

Uh, um, oh, nowhere.

GORDO

Hey, guys.

LIZZIE

Hey, Gordo.

MIRANDA

縌ue pasa?

GORDO

Have you guys heard

about this new kid?

MIRANDA

You mean the one

with the recording contract?

Yes, I haven't stopped hearing

about him.

His parents are spies

he goes to Disney World

at least

twice a year and he's already

skipped three grades.

GORDO

Yeah, well, how about the fact

that he's already made a movie?

A movie.

And not just any movie,

but a feature film.

With Steven Spielberg.

And he's younger

than I am.

He's younger than me.

LIZZIE

Whoa, whoa, whoa--

Who is this kid anyway?

MIRANDA

Haven't met him yet

but he's a friend

of Ethan Craft's.

LIZZIE

Ethan?

MIRANDA

Mm-hmm.

He transferred

from some small private school

on an uncharted island

near Fiji.

His name is, um... um...

ooh, Matt something.

LIZZIE

Matt?

Please, don't say

that name around me.

GORDO

I can't believe it.

Younger than me, and he's

already worked with Spielberg.

MATT

So I said to him

Harry Potter

should be seen

not just read

and that's why they're

making the movie.

STUDENTS

Wow!

MIRANDA

Lizzie?

GORDO

Are you okay?

LIZZIE

Phew.

Yeah, I'm fine.

Was that... was that Ethan?

Did he say anything about lunch?

JO

Oh, Sam, this is all my fault.

SAM

Ho-Hold on a second, honey.

I'm making a killing

on this online auction

selling your old

Leif Garrett records.

( camera shutter clicking )

JO

Sam, I need you

to listen to me.

It's Matt.

He's missing.

School

just called.

He never showed up.

And the last thing I said to him

before he went to school

was that I thought that we

should send him away forever.

And I think he

thinks I hate him

and he ran away

from home.

I mean, from us.

I mean... from me.

SAM

Now, just slow down,

all right, honey?

This has happened

before, remember?

That time that Matt

hid under

the bed for an entire day

so that he didn't have to do

the square dancing during PE?

JO

Oh, that's true.

SAM

Yeah.

JO

No, I checked under the bed

and the only thing there

was a week-old

chicken noodle casserole.

( bell dings )

I thought he liked that, too.

SAM

You know, he's got to be

around here somewhere.

Do you remember the time

he snuck out

so he could be the first in line

at the toy store to meet Tarzan?

JO

Yeah, he didn't sneak out.

SAM

Huh?

JO

I went with him.

( Tarzan yell )

( camera shutter clicking )

SAM

I knew you liked that guy.

It's the way he was

hanging from

the rope, right...

and the loin cloth...

JO

Okay, okay, okay.

This is serious.

Matt's missing

and we have to find him.

SAM

Okay. Look, you check

the closets, I'll look

under the house.

LIZZIE

Okay, this is it.

The moment I've been waiting for

my entire life:

lunch with Ethan Craft.

MIRANDA

I-I want you

to remember e-every detail

every expression,

every word.

LIZZIE

No worries, Miranda.

I'll tell you

everything.

MIRANDA

Thank you.

GORDO

Okay, I wasn't going

to say anything

but I think you need

to hear this.

The fact that you care

so much about sitting with Ethan

is kind of pathetic.

So, he's popular

and maybe

he's good looking.

So what?

Who you are

is way more important

than who you sit with at lunch.

LIZZIE

You done?

GORDO

(nods yes)

LIZZIE

Good.

Here I go.

MIRANDA

Good luck.

ETHAN

Hey, Lizzie

over here.

TOON LIZZIE

Ahh.

( cheering )

( applause )

MATT

And that's how Britney

learned to dance.

(sees LIZZIE)

( screaming )

LIZZIE

(sees MATT)

( screaming )

LIZZIE / MATT

( screaming continues )

( penny whistle toots )

TOON LIZZIE

It was nice while it lasted.

LIZZIE

( grunting )

What are you doing?

MATT

Getting my life back.

Hey, don't worry

I'll tell you how I got knighted

by the queen when I get back.

( clicking tongue )

LIZZIE

What are you

doing here?

MATT

Well, you see,

it all started when...

LIZZIE

Do Mom and Dad know

that you're not in school?

MATT

But, I am in...

LIZZIE

( gasps )

You're the new kid,

aren't you?

MATT

Well, it kind of looks

that way, but...

LIZZIE

Does anybody know

that you're my brother?

KATE

Well, at first I thought

he did look

kind of familiar,

but then I thought

Lizzie could never be related to

anybody that cool and charming.

Oh, hi, Matt.

LIZZIE

Did Kate just

call you cool?

MATT

(nods yes)

( ding )

LIZZIE

Never mind.

Here's the plan: we're going to call

Mom and Dad to pick you up

and by tomorrow,

everyone will have

forgotten who you are.

MATT

Um, that's not going

to work for me.

LIZZIE

What?

MATT

I like it here.

The playground's bigger,

the food's better

and everybody's

really nice.

Hey.

MATT

Especially that Ethan guy.

TOON LIZZIE

"That Ethan guy"?

"That Ethan guy"?!

Is it too late

to put Matt up for adoption?

MATT

You know

all I ever hear you

say about this place

is how horrible it is.

But, it's really not.

I like it here, and I'm staying.

LIZZIE

No, you're not.

MATT

Uh, yes, I am.

LIZZIE

No!

( kids chanting ):

Matt, Matt, Matt, Matt...

MATT

The people have spoken.

( cheering )

GORDO

At the risk

of sounding selfish, I,

for one, am glad it's Matt.

Steven Spielberg...

what an imagination.

MIRANDA

So, what are

you going to do?

LIZZIE

( whimpering )

TOON LIZZIE

What am I going to do?

I'll do what any other

red-blooded sibling does.

I'll got to Mom and Dad.

SAM

So, did Matt say anything

about not going

to school today, Lanny?

JO

You were on the phone

with him this morning.

SAM

Nothing about square dancing

or missing a test?

Yeah?

No.

The kid's not talking.

JO

Does he ever?

SAM

He's one of Matt's

best friends.

JO

That's not saying much.

POLICEMAN

I just checked

with headquarters.

They'll circulate pictures,

canvass the area.

Don't worry. Cases like this,

it's best to just sit tight.

We'll know something soon.

(answering LANNY)

You're right, gnomes are weird.

MIRANDA

But they never let us

make phone calls

from the principal's office.

LIZZIE

Are we or are we not allowed

to use the school phone

in case of emergencies?

MIRANDA

Allowed.

LIZZIE

And being my best

friend, and knowing

how I feel about him

do you or do you not think that

Matt being here is an emergency?

MIRANDA

Well, see, uh, that's

where you and I differ.

LIZZIE

Miranda, it's Matt.

The best thing about

going to school every day

is the fact that he's not going

to be there.

MIRANDA

But, for the first time

in our lives

we can use him to our advantage.

LIZZIE

Uh, no thanks.

MIRANDA

But Matt's a friend of Ethan's,

which makes Matt popular.

We want

to be popular.

Matt could help us.

LIZZIE

Help us?!

He's already ruined my lunch

with Ethan Craft.

Besides, I don't even

care anymore.

I just want him gone.

MIRANDA

Uh, this all made sense to

me before we started talking.

LIZZIE

While you're trying

to make sense of it

I'll be in the office

using the school phone.

Later.

MATT

You see

as long as you can

hold your breath

being stuffed

inside a locker

isn't really that bad.

Here, you try.

(to LIZZIE)

Hello.

GUY IN LOCKER

Hello? Anybody?

PRINCIPAL

The way that

you've explained it

I see no reason

why Scooter shouldn't be

a part of the PE curriculum.

I'm going to bring it up

with the board.

(to LIZZIE)

Uh, now you know

the rules,

Miss McGuire.

No student phone calls.

LIZZIE

But this is an emergency.

I mean, my little brother's

at my school.

PRINCIPAL

Yes, he is.

And we're very lucky

to have him.

LIZZIE

But he doesn't belong here.

PRINCIPAL

You're right.

He belongs in

the gifted program.

LIZZIE

You-you don't understand.

PRINCIPAL

But I do.

Just a tip, Lizzie--

Jealousy isn't pretty on a girl.

Let's try and work through it,

hmm?

LIZZIE

Uh, excuse me

can you just call my parents.

I'm sure they're

really worried about him.

MATT

Oh, no.

You don't have

to do that.

PRINCIPAL

Uh, actually, I was going

to do that right now.

LIZZIE

You are so busted.

PRINCIPAL

It's the machine.

MATT

Yes.

PRINCIPAL

H-Hello. Yeah, this is, uh,

Principal Tweety

from Lizzie's school.

Just wanted to call and say

what a joy it is having Matt

here with

us today.

TOON LIZZIE

( snoring )

( clattering )

Somebody wake me up, please.

Anybody, wake me up from this

horrible nightmare.

This is really happening.

LIZZIE

So, I just thought

I should tell you

Matt's not who

you think he is.

I just thought you

should know that.

ETHAN

Weird.

The little guy said you'd

do something like this.

LIZZIE

He did?

Something wrong?

ETHAN

Nah.

Uh, I was just wondering--

does your brain hurt,

like, all the time?

LIZZIE

My brain?

ETHAN

I never met anybody with

a permanent brain freeze.

Mine just last like a minute.

LIZZIE

What are you talking about?

My...

ETHAN

About your eyes.

LIZZIE

What about my eyes?

ETHAN

Does the one really

pop all the way

out of your head

when you get mad?

TOON LIZZIE

( boing )

( boing )

That's it.

Matt's going down.

JO

Well, this is ridiculous.

I can't stand around

here waiting.

I'm going nuts.

SAM

Isn't there something

you can do?

POLICEMAN

It's best to just stay home

and wait for the phone to ring.

Other than that,

I'd love some more coffee.

JO

No.

No! I'm not making you

any more coffee

until you can tell me

where my baby is!

SAM

Um, "phone to ring."

Wait a second--

I turned the phone off

when I was online, and...

JO

What?! It's been off

this whole time?

SAM

Well, I was wheeling

and dealing, you know

'cause the Leif Garrett records

are really hot these days...

Oh, look, messages.

( beep )

JO'S MOM

Jo, honey, it's Mom.

I hope this machine works.

You haven't returned

any of my calls.

JO

I'll deal with her later.

( beep )

PRINCIPAL

Hello.

This is, uh, Principal Tweety

from Lizzie's school.

JO

Lizzie's school?

I don't have time for you.

My baby's missing.

( beep )

JO

That's the last message?

But I wanted

to hear from Matt.

( sobbing ):

I want my Matty.

I want my Matty.

SAM

Honey, it's going

to be okay.

It's going to be fine.

POLICEMAN

Uh, about

that coffee...

MATT

And voila...

the perfect meal.

I'll be sharing

more recipes on Oprah

next month.

MIRANDA

There you are.

GORDO

You okay?

LIZZIE

Never better, actually.

MIRANDA

Why the sudden turnaround?

GORDO

Yeah, I heard

Principal Tweety

busted you.

LIZZIE

It was worth it.

MIRANDA

Say what?

LIZZIE

While Principal Tweety was

showing Matt around the school

I snuck in and used

his phone to call.

MATT

So I said, "Tissue?

I hardly know you."

( laughter )

POLICEMAN 2

Matt McGuire?

MATT

( British accent ):

No.

No Matt McGuire here.

POLICEMAN 2

Bond?

Matt Bond?

MATT

I guess the jig is up.

Go easy on me, would you,

fellas?

TOON LIZZIE

Woo-hoo.

Yeah.

CROWD

He's so cool.

So cool.

TOON LIZZIE

What?

I just can't win today.

Now I've made him

even more popular.

Oh, I could kick myself

in the head.

Wow, I didn't know

I could do that.

MIRANDA

Well, you know

what they say:

tomorrow is another day.

GORDO

That may be true, but Matt's

always going to be her brother.

LIZZIE

Oh, thanks.

Way to spread

the sunshine, Gordo.

GORDO

Spielberg.

( chuckles )

MIRANDA

It's okay.

I feel for you.

GORDO

So, did Matt get

in beaucoup trouble?

LIZZIE

Total.

Grounded for a month,

no TV and no phone.

And the best part is

he's got to keep

a solid ten feet

away from me at all times.

MIRANDA

Yeah, but meanwhile,

everyone at school

is still talking

about him.

GORDO

Yep, nothing says cool

like getting arrested.

Especially at school.

( click )

LIZZIE

Oh, hold on.

I've got another call, guys.

Hello?

ETHAN

Uh, Lizzie,

hi, it's Ethan.

LIZZIE

Um, Ethan, hi.

Can you hold on a second?

Oh, oh, my gosh,

you guys.

Ethan.

I-It's Ethan Craft.

He's on the other line.

MIRANDA

Ethan? Ethan?

LIZZIE

Oh, my gosh,

I-I got to go.

MIRANDA

I so want to be you.

GORDO

Can someone please explain

this guy's appeal to me?

LIZZIE

I'm back.

So, what's up?

ETHAN

Uh, hey, listen,

I was wondering.

What are you doing

for lunch on Saturday?

LIZZIE

Um, nothing... yet.

ETHAN

So, then you'll

have time

to pick up a pizza

for me and Matt?

I love that little guy.

LIZZIE

That'd be...

that'd be great,

but I think

that's when Matt's

nap time is.

Later.

( sighs )

Ow.

TOO LIZZIE

( groaning )

Matt ruined the best

phone call of my life.

It's not over.

I'll get him.

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

ETHAN

Top...

MIRANDA

But Matt's a friend

of Ethan's

which makes Matt popular.

W-Which means he...

we'll be popular.

I mean, Matt could help us.

( snickering )

GORDO

At the risk of sounding

selfish, I for wum...

"Wum"?

GORDO

What's so

great about it?

LIZZIE

Tell him, man...

Miranda.

Wait, let me

take it back.

GORDO

What's so

great about it?

LIZZIE

Tell him, Gordo.

TOON LIZZIE

( groaning )

Matt ruined the best phone call

of my life.

It's not over.

I'll get him.

( snap )

Oops.

LIZZIE McGUIRE

"Night of the Day of the Dead"

MATT

Okay, here's

our Halloween battle plan.

Houses marked in red

give out the best candies.

Houses marked in blue give out

little boxes of raisins.

We'll blow them off.

Then we'll take the "D" bus

to Rancho Vista Estates.

They're all rich

and they give out

full-size candy bars

and dollar bills.

LIZZIE

You know who you

should go as, Matt?

A troll. That way you

wouldn't need any makeup.

MATT

Actually I was going to be the

Ugliest Kid on Earth

but you're

already wearing

the costume.

TOON LIZZIE

This is it, Matt's going down.

Oh, crud.

Here come Mom and Dad.

Hide the catapult.

MATT

Hey, Mom, my Halloween

trick-or-treat bag

was too small last year.

Can I borrow

the wheelbarrow?

SAM

Uh, champ, you're not going to

need a trick-or-treat bag this

year 'cause you're not going

trick-or-treating.

MATT

( gulps deeply )

LIZZIE

Ha-ha.

JO

Now don't worry

you're going to

have a good time.

You're going to go to

the Halloween Fright Night

at your sister's school.

LIZZIE

He's what?!

MATT

Ha-ha.

SAM

Look, they got

Haunted Dungeons, game booths

prizes, everything.

LIZZIE

Hello?! Nobody asked me

about this.

If stink boy comes

to my Fright Night

I'm going to have

a terrible time.

MATT

Oh, you will?

I'm there.

TOON LIZZIE

Great. I get to brat-sit

my little brother.

Talk about scary.

Trick-or-treat.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

KATE

So, the girls' soccer team

will be in charge

of painting the soccer balls

like human heads for

the "Guess How Many Human Heads

Are in a Barrel of Heads" game.

LARRY

Ooh, ooh, ooh!

KATE

What, Tudgeman?

LARRY

Luke, I am your father.

It's Darth Vader.

I do a great Darth Vader.

I could scare people with that.

KATE

Sit down, Tudgeman.

Okay,

let's discuss decorations.

MIRANDA

I want to display skeleton dolls

from El Dia de los Muertos

which is The Day of the Dead,

which is Halloween in Mexico.

KATE

Why would we want

to display your stuff?

MIRANDA

'Cause it's cool.

KATE

No, it's not.

It's lame.

LIZZIE

I think it's great to have

stuff from other countries

at our parties.

CLASMATES

Yeah.

Yeah.

LARRY

Yeah.

KATE

Fine. You can have your stupid

little toys set up on a table.

MIRANDA

They're miniature skeletons

that represent dead ancestors

so you'd better treat them well.

LARRY

Treat them well you must.

Wise they are, yes.

That's Yoda.

LIZZIE

Tudgeman.

LARRY

I know.

Sit down and zip it.

MIRANDA

I mean it.

A kid from Veracruz made fun

of the spirits once.

And after three days,

he was found in a coffin

surrounded by skeletons.

His hair turned

white, white...

and he never, ever,

ever spoke again.

KATE

All right,

we'll treat them well.

Anything else?

LIZZIE

I'd like to sign up to be

Vampire Mistress

in the Dungeon of Terror.

TOON LIZZIE

I would look so slinky

and cool as a vampire.

I am so tired of wearing

Mom's old marching band

uniform every year.

MIRANDA

You should let her, Kate.

Lizzie'd be really good.

KATE

Well...

I guess I could let you be

the Dungeon Mistress.

LIZZIE

Really?

KATE

Yeah, but you're going

to have to clean out

the janitor's utility room

where we're putting

the dungeon.

LIZZIE

Ugh.

It's yucky in there.

LARRY

Hey, I do a great Wookie.

( bellows )

( coughs )

Ooh.

Oh, it's okay, I'm solid.

LIZZIE

Ew, it's even grosser

than I thought.

GORDO

Of course it's gross.

It's where the janitor keeps

his bucket of throw-up sand.

Whenever a kid around

here throws up...

That's it right there.

LIZZIE

I swear, Kate Sanders

spends like all of her time

just thinking of ways

to make me miserable.

GORDO

I don't think

that's true.

I think Kate

Sanders spends

all of her time thinking of ways

to make everybody miserable.

LIZZIE

Well, it'll be worth it

to be a vampire hottie.

Thanks for helping me, Gordo.

GORDO

I'm not helping you.

You just said to

meet you here.

You said you were going

to give me a hamburger.

LIZZIE

But you have to help me.

GORDO

Why would I help you?

So you can once again

do exactly what

Kate Sanders wants?

So you can let her

manipulate you

and every other kid

in this school

who hopes and prays for

their 15 minutes of popularity?

Why on earth would

I participate in that?

LIZZIE

Because my cousin Heather's

coming into town again

this summer

and I'm going

to get her to go out with you.

GORDO

Quit your yapping.

We've got work to do.

LIZZIE

The utility room

is all clean, Kate.

KATE

What a good little

cleaner you are.

LIZZIE

I'll need props for the dungeon

so I can start decorating.

KATE

Oh. I forgot to tell you.

I decided to be the Vampire

Dungeon Mistress.

I need you to be

Floppy the Clown

and give out balloons.

LIZZIE

What?! You said

if I cleaned out

the slop-hole

I could be Vampira.

KATE

I know, but as head

of the party committee

I decided that Vampira should

be someone tall and desirable.

And that's me.

See ya.

TOON LIZZIE

No! I am the desirable vampire!

I get to wear

the slinky outfit!

I get to...

Oh, okay.

I'm going to need about eight

gallons of concealer for this.

MATT

I need some gross

stuff for my costume.

I'm going as me,

turned inside out.

JO

I know, I know.

MATT

Oh. Can I use this

spaghetti sauce?

JO

No, honey, that's for

dinner tomorrow night.

MATT

How about this

caviar stuff?

It looks like brains.

JO

You may not use the caviar.

That's for your father

and I tonight.

MATT

How about the sausages?

JO

Oh. I suppose.

Sure.

MATT

Ugh, gross.

Oh, oh, my guts are falling out.

SAM

You got caviar

for us tonight?

JO

Yeah. Well, the

trick-or-treaters

are going to probably

be done by 7:30

and then we're, have

the house to ourselves.

SAM

No kids.

JO

No screaming.

SAM

Nobody fighting

over the TV remote.

JO

Just you and me.

SAM

Yeah.

MATT

Gross.

That is so disgusting.

SAM

Look who's talking.

MIRANDA

Hey, Kate.

( cackling )

KATE

Oh, real mature.

MIRANDA

Oh, yes,

it's very immature of us

to play with toy skulls

on Halloween.

We'll try to grow up.

DANIELLA

Did somebody order

a box of skulls?

MIRANDA

Hey, Mom.

Where's Dad?

DANIELLA

Oh, he's coming.

He had a little accident

in the parking lot.

EDWARD

I may need a needle and thread.

I got my sleeve caught

in the car door.

DANIELLA

( laughs )

MIRANDA

Careful, Dad.

Kate'll tell you

you're immature.

KATE

Oh, Miranda.

I love your parents.

They know that.

Hi, Mrs. Sanchez.

How are you,

Mr. Sanchez?

Oh, how interesting.

EDWARD

Day of the Dead is one

of my favorite holidays.

DANIELLA

Yeah, and on El Dia

de los Muertos

in Mexico

people go to the cemetery

and have a meal

with the dead.

Oh, it's a lot more fun

than it sounds.

There's dances

and all kinds of stuff.

EDWARD

Tamale represents the meal.

It's chicken.

The dead have to watch

their cholesterol.

KATE

Thank you so much

for sharing this with us.

It is going to make

our Fright Night

so much more interesting.

DANIELLA

Well, it's our pleasure.

And now I think

we're going to get out of here

so you kids can

finish decorating.

MIRANDA

Thank, Mom.

Thanks, Dad.

EDWARD

Here, Kate.

Give Miranda a hand

with the rest

of the stuff.

( laughing )

LIZZIE

Oh, hi,

Mr. and Mrs. Sanchez.

EDWARD

We're just on our way out.

DANIELLA

We'll see you

later, Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Bye.

KATE

Thanks again,

Mr. and Mrs. Sanchez.

We really appreciate it.

(to MIRANDA)

Get that stupid junk off

the refreshment table.

TOON LIZZIE

Do you believe Kate?

She's phonier than

cafeteria cheese.

KATE

Take your little ancestors

and stick them in the corner.

I'm in charge here.

I say where stuff goes.

MIRANDA

You know what, Kate?

I don't care what you do to me

but you should so not dis

my dead ancestors.

If you get them mad

bad stuff can happen.

KATE

Ooh, I'm so scared.

MIRANDA

Kate shouldn't

come as a vampire.

She should come

as a sewer rat.

LIZZIE

So, do these things

really have powers?

MIRANDA

Mm.

LIZZIE

Go get Kate.

Sic her, boy.

Go get her.

I'll give you a bone.

Guess they don't really work.

Too bad.

It'd be cool

if they did though.

( "Monster Mash" plays )

LIZZIE

[handing out ballons]

Here.

It's a snake.

Here, it's a worm.

Here.

It's, uh...

spaghetti.

Here.

It's a...

caterpillar.

MATT

This is a lame balloon animal.

LIZZIE

Oh, sorry.

Let me fix it.

Ooh, there.

Now it's extinct.

GORDO

Yeah, I did it.

MIRANDA

Hey, you win one coupon.

GORDO

How many do I need

to get the lava lamp?

MIRANDA

307.

GORDO

Well, what can I get with one?

MIRANDA

Uh... Hair scrunchie

or a Burger Buddy.

GORDO

Then I guess give me

the Burger Buddy.

LIZZIE

Can you guys believe Kate?

( wolf howls )

GORDO

Holy Ravioli.

LIZZIE

I mean

can you believe how she

just stole my costume?

GORDO

Uh... right, yeah.

Terrible thing to do.

MATT

Man, this is a good tamale.

Got any more of them?

MIRANDA

Where did you get that?

MATT

Over there where those skeletons

are getting married.

MIRANDA

You ate the food offering

of the Day of the Dead?!

You stole

the sacred meal

of my dead ancestors?!

MATT

It had cheese on it.

MIRANDA

Do you know what you've done?

You have offended the spirits.

You have opened the door

to this world

and the next.

You have unleashed

the dark, angry forces

of the restless dead!

LIZZIE

Way to go, beefhead.

GORDO

All right, let's not

get carried away here.

Day of the Dead's a holiday

just like any other holiday.

Matt, all you did

was eat a tamale.

You didn't wake up

any supernatural forces.

MATT

Good.

( bubbling )

MATT

Whoa.

Hey.

What happened to my lemonade?

It turned black.

KATE

What's that?

GORDO

That was lemonade?

MATT

It was.

Now it smells all moldy

and rotten and...

dead.

LIZZIE

Kate.

Did you move the bride

and groom skeleton?

KATE

No.

LIZZIE

Miranda, did you?

MIRANDA

No.

MATT

What's that?!

MIRANDA

The spirits are awake.

Evil and doom

walk the night.

GORDO

There must be an innocent

explanation for all this.

KATE

Then explain why the

lemonade was black.

GORDO

It's cafeteria lemonade.

You know what the food's

like around here.

It's mostly bacteria.

You let the beef stew

sit out for two minutes

and it grows legs

and hops away.

KATE

Well, I don't want

anything ruining

my party.

We'll replace the

lemonade with fruit

punch.

LIZZIE

Miranda...

Um, I'm a little

freaked out.

This whole "Day

of the Dead" stuff

is just superstition

right?

I mean, someone probably

just moved those skeletons.

MIRANDA

Right. Right.

It's probably just superstition.

LIZZIE

Good. Because Tudgeman told me

that Matt disappeared.

They were like

showing each other

how to dislocate

their jaw

and all of a sudden

there was a flash of light

and this dust.

MIRANDA

La lodo de los muertos.

"The mud of the dead."

My grandmother

used to talk about

what would happen

if you made

the spirits angry.

Matt ate their tamale.

Now they've taken revenge.

GORDO

This is ridiculous.

No skeletons

got up

and walked away.

There are no spirits

taking revenge.

LIZZIE

Well, look what

they did to Matt.

GORDO

That's not Matt. That's dirt.

LIZZIE

If it's dirt, then why

is one of his eyeballs in it?

GORDO

He's probably in the bathroom

or... or playing in the gym.

And you guys are

getting hysterical

about ghosts and goblins,

and it's ridiculous.

You hear me?

I think it's stupid.

Come on, spirits.

Turn me into dust.

See? Nothing.

MIRANDA

Nothing... yet.

TOON LIZZIE

The truth is, if Matt

did get spirited away

to the realm of the dead

who's going to be in trouble

with mom and dad? Me.

JO

Sam, come on.

Your food's going to get cold.

SAM

Well, there's no more

trick-or-treaters.

It's 8:00.

Pumpkin's coming in.

Porch light goes off.

( sighs )

I'm calling it a night.

JO

And husband sits next to wife.

SAM

Now that's a treat.

( doorbell rings )

SAM

Be right back.

GUY1

Trick or treat.

SAM

Hey, you were just here

15 minutes ago.

GUY1

Uh, no I wasn't.

Now give me some candy.

SAM

Yeah, you were.

I gave you our last candy bar.

GUY1

It wasn't me.

Now hand over the candy.

SAM

Yeah, it was you.

You think I wouldn't remember

this costume?

Who're you supposed to be

anyway?

GUY1

Um, I'm the knife guy.

Now, give me some candy,

old man.

Tick-tock.

JO

Sam, just give him some candy

and give rid of him.

SAM

We don't have

anymore candy.

JO

Here, have some

chicken pot-pie.

GUY1

What?

JO

No, it's good.

Take it.

GUY1

Chicken pot-pie?

I'm a vegetarian.

KATE

You heard Gordo.

This is just superstition.

Until somebody

proves it's not

I'm going to enjoy myself.

GORDO'S VOICE

Help! Lizzie, Miranda, help!

MIRANDA

Gordo?

Gordo, where are you?

GORDO

I don't know.

I can't see anything.

What's going on?

MIRANDA

Gordo, what happened?

GORDO

I don't know. Help me!

MIRANDA

Oh, my gosh.

You're inside

the Burger Buddy.

GORDO

I am?

Oh, well, get me out.

KATE

How?

MIRANDA

It's the spirits.

They did this.

KATE

This is your fault.

You had to bring those

"Day of the Dead" things.

GORDO

Stop arguing.

Just get me out of here.

MIRANDA

Well, you shouldn't

have dissed them.

GORDO

Tell the spirits I'm sorry.

Tell them I'm scared.

KATE

Don't try to blame this

on me.

GORDO

Tell my parents I miss them.

I don't know if I'll...

( screams )

MIRANDA

Gordo?

Look what you did.

KATE

I didn't do it.

Don't try to blame this

on me.

You pushed me first.

( screaming )

LIZZIE

Kate!

( crying )

MIRANDA

Lizzie?

Are you okay?

LIZZIE

Kate!

MIRANDA

Lizzie?

Lizzie, cut it out.

You're scaring me.

LIZZIE

Rubber... bad.

KATE

She's turned into a zombie.

I've seen this in movies.

LIZZIE

Mace... good.

( crying )

( screaming )

LIZZIE

Kate...

MIRANDA

Okay, this is

the second worst

Halloween party

I've ever been to.

SAM

The Monster Horror

Chiller Theater.

JO

I'm very scared.

You'd better

hold me close.

SAM

Okay, I'll, uh, protect you.

JO

That's right.

SAM

Mm-hmm.

( doorbell rings )

JO

Hmm, don't get it.

They'll go away.

SAM

Okay.

( doorbell rings )

JO

But we're out of candy.

SAM

Hey, no sweat, honey.

( doorbell rings continuously )

SAM

We, uh, hey we got a coupon

for Burger Buddy

for free French fries.

Kids love fries.

Though they don't seem to be

too fond of chicken pot pie.

GUY

Get some more candy bars

next time, Fatso!

JO

Hey, that was good

chicken pot pie!

MIRANDA

Let's hide in the dungeon.

KATE

Yes, good. We'll be

safe in the dungeon.

LIZZIE

Kate!

Kate!

KATE

( screaming )

LIZZIE

Kate!

KATE

Okay, Lizzie is way

out of line.

LIZZIE

Kate!

MIRANDA

She's not Lizzie

right not.

The spirits of the dead

have taken over her body.

LIZZIE

Kate!

MIRANDA

Now they're

using Lizzie

for revenge.

They're mad because

you called the

Day of the Dead

artifacts stupid.

And shoved

them off

in a little corner.

KATE

Dumb Kate!

Dumb, dumb, dumb!

LIZZIE

Kate!

Kate!

KATE

( screams )

LIZZIE

Kate...

KATE

Can't we stop her?

MIRANDA

I think I remember

my grandmother

talking about ways

to beg the spirits

for forgiveness.

LIZZIE

Kate!

MIRANDA

We need a shovel full

of graveyard dirt

and a gallon

full of blood.

LIZZIE

Kate, Kate...

KATE

( gasps )

LIZZIE

Kate...

Kate!

Kate!

KATE

We're done for.

MIRANDA

No.

We don't need the actual stuff.

It can be symbolic.

There's chocolate cake

and punch in the cafeteria.

That can be the dirt

and the blood.

KATE

Great. What do we do?

MIRANDA

We need to cover ourselves

with it.

It shows our respect

for the dead.

LIZZIE

Kate...

KATE

No way. I am not

going out there.

At least we are safe

in here.

LIZZIE

Kate!

( creaking )

KATE

( screaming )

LIZZIE

Get out!

MIRANDA

You have to cover youself

with the punch

and the chocolate cake.

LIZZIE

Kate!

KATE

Miranda, it's not working!

MIRANDA

Okay, okay.

Now you have to perform

the Dance of the Dead.

Uh, twirl around

and hop on one foot.

Now caw like a crow.

KATE

( cawing )

MATT

Now, pat the top of your head

and swat your rump.

KATE

( cawing )

LIZZIE

Now say, "Lizzie, Lizzie,

please forgive me."

KATE

Lizzie, Lizzie...

What?!

GORDO

Now say "cheese."

( laughter )

GORDO

Yeah, this is going

to look terrific

in the school newspaper.

( laughter )

GORDO

Help me, help me!

I'm going to look ridiculous

on the front page!

( fake crying )

MIRANDA

What's the matter, Kate?

Zombie got your tongue?

( laughter )

MIRANDA

Thanks, Mom.

Thanks, Dad.

DANIELLA

De nada, sweetheart.

EDWARD

I told you Day of the Dead was

my favorite holiday.

DANIELLA

Now you have fun

with Lizzie tonight

and we'll see you tomorrow.

( crying )

( laughing )

TOON LIZZIE

Guys, thanks.

Job well done.

JO

You really think

he's going to come back?

SAM

Hey, I was

a kid once.

I know how these

punks think.

( doorbell rings )

SAM

Ha, see? Right on cue.

So, uh, on the

count of three?

JO

Yeah.

SAM

One...

Two...

Trick or treat,

you punk!

JO

( gasping )

Oh!

EDWARD

Miranda's staying overnight

and she forgot her sleeping bag.

JO

Oh! Oh, we thought

you were a trick-or-treater.

DANIELLA

I see.

We give them candy

at our house.

SAM

I'll get a towel.

JO

Oh, I'll go make some coffee.

EDWARD

Told you

we should have called first.

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

MIRANDA

Mark.

LIZZIE

Ooh!

TOON LIZZIE

The truth is, if Matt...

( sneezes )

Excuse me.

MIRANDA

Let's hide in the dungeon.

KATE

Yes, good,

we'll be safe...

Ow, ow, ow, ow!

MIRANDA

Oh, I'm sorry.

( laughter )
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MISS MORAN

Great job, girls.

( clunk )

SAM

Hey, girls.

LIZZIE

Oh, hey.

SAM

Lizzie

you forgot these cans

I put out for you.

MIRANDA

I've got to go

meet my mom.

Hasta la bye-bye.

LIZZIE

Bye.

(to MATT)

So...

they finally came up

with an official uniform

for the socially-challenged?

SAM

Lizzie.

JO

Lizzie.

MATT

No, Mom.

No, Dad.

You can't be mad at her

for speaking the truth.

JO

Your brother is wearing

his hall-monitor

safety patrol belt.

LIZZIE

Hall monitor?

How many garbage

cans are you going

to get stuck in?

MATT

See? Even my lame-o sister knows

what's coming.

JO

Now, honey, Hall Monitor is

a very important job

and you should make

the best of it.

SAM

That's right, son.

It's a position of honor.

I remember

when I was a hall monitor.

( camera shutter clicking )

SAM

Your sister may be right, son.

THEME SONG

LIZZIE

Gordo, why weren't you

at the food drive?

GORDO

I had something

more important

to do.

LIZZIE

More important

than ending world hunger?

GORDO

The Science

Olympics.

They're

this week.

The long-distance

paper airplane

contest,

the egg drop

and the

ultimate test

of brains

and brawn:

the slow bicycle

race.

MIRANDA

Uh, Gordo, Tudgeman

always wins those.

GORDO

Not this year.

This year, he's

going down.

LIZZIE

So I guess this means

you won't be recycling with us.

MIRANDA

Uh, when did we decide

on recycling?

GORDO

Good luck with

that saving that

earth thing, guys.

I got to go

drop eggs

off the roof.

LIZZIE

Hey, Miranda, meet me

at the Digital Bean tomorrow

cause we're

starting there.

( dial tone )

MIRANDA

Recycling? Great.

Can't wait to start

picking through garbage.

MATT

So Pete Gallon was coming

out of the bathroom.

I asked him for a hall pass,

but no go.

So, I wrote him up.

He begged me not to.

He even cried.

You know...

I think I'm going to be

a mall cop when I grow up.

SAM

I knew you'd get into it, son.

LIZZIE

Sorry I'm late.

I was on the phone.

JO

That's okay, honey.

MATT

Oh, no, no, no...

no, no.

That's not okay.

I'm going to have

to write you up.

Late for dinner.

That means...

...no dessert.

LIZZIE

Mom, tell the geek

patrol that if he

touches my dessert

his citation-writing days

are over.

MATT

Mom, Dad...

back me up here.

JO

Sorry.

MATT

Dad?!

SAM

Son, why don't you let her off

with a warning?

MATT

You're a troublemaker, Lizzie.

I'll be watching you.

I've seen your kind all my life.

LIZZIE

Of course you have,

Officer Wacko.

I live here.

Anyway, before Captain Nut Job

interrupted me

I was going to say

that Miranda and I decided

to start a recycling project

since the food drive was

such a huge success.

JO

Oh, that's wonderful, Lizzie.

SAM

We are really proud of you,

sweetheart.

So, what's the plan?

LIZZIE

Well, we were thinking

of starting

at the Digital Bean tomorrow.

JO

Mmm, great.

SAM

Great.

LIZZIE

But, then

I thought, well wouldn't

it just make perfect sense

to start right here, at home?

( ding )

JO

Okay.

SAM

That's, um...

wonderful.

LIZZIE

We'll need

to start separating the garbage

into plastic, paper, and glass.

We'll need three separate

labeled containers

and someone to drive me

to the recycling center

each week.

JO

Well, that-that sounds

like a lot of fun.

SAM

I can't wait.

MIRANDA

I didn't know

saving the earth

was going to be so smelly.

LIZZIE

I know, but think

how much we're helping.

MIRANDA

There's got to be a less

disgusting way we can help.

LIZZIE

What's disgusting is

not recycling.

I-I mean, look at this.

We can save a tree

if we recycle this.

And this.

This can be used...

MIRANDA

To save a plastic tree?

LIZZIE

No. To make other plastic stuff.

I-I mean...

if we keep throwing stuff away

at this rate

in 50 years, there'll be enough

trash gathered up

to fill the state of Texas.

Twice.

MIRANDA

Where do you

get this stuff?

LIZZIE

I read.

And these.

Do you know how many dolphins

get caught in this a year

just because

people don't cut them up?

MIRANDA

A-Are we saving dolphins, too?

'Cause I thought

we were just saving the earth.

LIZZIE

Dolphins are a part

of the earth.

MIRANDA

Okay, fine. Whatever.

Save the planet.

Save the dolphins.

I'm going to go see

if our food is ready.

LIZZIE

Don't get too many napkins.

And get me some scissors.

( dolphin squeaks )

TOON LIZZIE

I totally rule

at this saving the earth thing.

LIZZIE

Thanks.

MIRANDA

Aren't you going

to eat your burger?

LIZZIE

After I finish

saving the dolphins.

MIRANDA

Well can you at least not play

with the trash while we eat?

PARKER

I think what you guys are doing

is really great.

Like, really.

LIZZIE

Wow.

Thanks.

PARKER

So many people don't even care

about the environment anymore.

They think that the earth is

like this infinite

resource.

It's not going to last forever.

LIZZIE

Totally.

PARKER

Is that a burger?

LIZZIE

Yeah. You want a bite?

PARKER

Of your... burger?

MIRANDA

(with her mouthful)

Yeah, they're

really good.

PARKER

How can you enjoy eating

some poor, dead animal?

LIZZIE

I never thought of it that way.

PARKER

Well, maybe you should.

Meat eater!

MIRANDA

Do you believe

how weird Parker is?

( cow mooing )

LIZZIE

I-I think

I just became a vegetarian.

( thud )

( mooing )

TOON LIZZIE

Maybe this is a little more

complicated than I thought.

MIRANDA

You going to eat that?

LARRY

You know you can't beat me,

Gordo.

I own the Science Olympics.

GORDO

Not this year, Tudgeman.

You're going down.

LARRY

Am I?

I think not.

Or have you forgotten last year?

Last year

when your egg cracked

like... an egg.

( egg shell breaking )

( shutter clicking )

( slide whistle )

( ding )

LARRY

And let's not forget

the paper airplane distance

contest when you nearly

blinded Mr. Lang.

( camera shutter clicking )

( boing )

( shutter clicks )

LARRY

Oh, yeah.

I gave you a slow bike race,

we'll call that pity.

But face it, Gordo.

The best man...

won.

Moi.

( clicks tongue )

GORDO

Tudgeman.

You know that

little voice you

hear late a night--

that one in the

back of your head.

That one that says,

"Oh, not good enough."

Oh, I don't

think I can win.

That's me, Tudgeman.

Because I won't

eat, I won't sleep

until I beat you.

I'm already in your

head, Tudgeman.

I own you.

MATT

Jake Charlum.

I gave him three citations

in one day.

That kid's headed for trouble.

SAM

Three citations?

I never gave three.

MATT

Yeah, I checked

with the other

hall monitors.

It's a record.

JO

Well, Matt

you just make sure

you use that power responsibly.

(to LIZZIE

What are those for?

MATT

You better answer

the question

McGuire, and it

better be the truth.

LIZZIE

Uh, Miranda and I decided

to donate clothes

to the homeless shelter.

Besides I haven't worn this

stuff in ages anyway.

SAM

I thought you guys

were doing recycling.

LIZZIE

We're doing that, too.

SAM

Aren't you taking on a lot?

TOON LIZZIE

Well, if my parents' generation

wasn't so interested in

bellbottoms and roller disco

the planet would be

in a lot better shape.

LIZZIE

Dad

there's a lot

to worry about.

Oh, and we're taking

some more canned foods

to the shelter.

JO

Wait, I need that

for dinner.

LIZZIE

Mom, the homeless need that

more than we do.

SAM

Honey, we just gave the shelter

a whole bunch of cans.

LIZZIE

Dad, the homeless population

has exploded

in the last five years.

( drums beating )

JO

What are you doing?

LIZZIE

Mom, water

is a valuable resource

and the earth

does not have

an infinite amount.

MATT

Geekzilla's right, Mom.

Can't waste water.

I'm going to have

to write you up.

JO

Fine.

No clean vegetables, no dinner.

MATT

"Delaying dinner."

I believe

that's another offense.

SAM

Hey, Matt, why don't

you let your mother

and sister work this out.

Help me take out the garbage.

LIZZIE

A little

help here.

Do you realize how many trees

could die

because you haven't separated

the paper from the plastic?

JO

Okay,

I separate the laundry.

TOON LIZZIE

Typical mom.

I'm talking about saving

the world

and she's talking

about laundry.

LIZZIE

I think you could be

a little more supportive.

You agreed

to separate

the garbage

and you didn't follow through.

If I did that

you'd be mad

at me.

SAM

That's correct.

But I think you need to recycle

your attitude young lady.

( doorbell ringing )

LIZZIE

( snorts )

Where did you get that?

MIRANDA

At the mall.

Isn't it fab?

LIZZIE

Miranda

you can't wear that.

MIRANDA

Are you kidding?

This is totally in.

LIZZIE

But I thought

we were going veggie.

MIRANDA

Back up.

You're going veggie.

And, plus, what does that have

to do with my jacket?

LIZZIE

It's leather.

Leather is cow.

Cow is meat.

I-I don't eat meat.

MIRANDA

Fine.

So don't eat my jacket.

LIZZIE

I can't believe you.

I thought you cared

about the environment.

MIRANDA

Chill...

It's just a jacket.

LIZZIE

Obviously, I can't count

on you for help

so I'm just going

to have to do this

all by myself.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, you're totally

overreacting.

LIZZIE

I'm overreacting?

Tell me that

I'm overreacting

when the garbage

builds up so high

that it blocks out

all the sunlight

and we freeze.

MIRANDA

Yeah? Well...

at least I'll have

my jacket to keep me warm.

LIZZIE

( grunting )

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

( together ):

( grunting )

I can't believe her.

MIRANDA

Oh...

Uh, finally.

There you are.

Gordo, we have to talk

about Lizzie.

Gordo!

GORDO

Can't talk. Folding.

MIRANDA

Gordo, Lizzie's gone loco.

GORDO

Can't talk. Still folding.

MIRANDA

Hello! What's wrong with you?

GORDO

Paper airplane distance contest

after school.

( yawning ):

Must...

beat... Tudgeman.

MIRANDA

Gordo, this is serious.

Uh, she's ending our friendship

over a stupid

leather jacket.

O-Okay, a really cool

leather jacket

but you know what I mean.

GORDO

She'll get over it.

( groans )

MIRANDA

Is it supposed to do that?

LIZZIE

( gasps )

What... is this?

GORDO

What are you doing?

I'm working on these.

LIZZIE

99% of all paper products

are recyclable

and yet only 15%

of people recycle.

GORDO

That makes no sense.

LIZZIE

Exactly.

GORDO

I need to test out

multiple designs

to see which one

travels the farthest.

LIZZIE

Why?

GORDO

So I can beat Tudgeman.

LIZZIE

Beating Tudgeman is not

more important

than saving trees, Gordo.

GORDO

This is all I've dreamed about

ever since the fourth grade.

Recycling is going

to have to wait.

LIZZIE

Well, the earth can't wait!

MIRANDA

I think I'll be eating

my lunch alone today.

LIZZIE

Huh!

( hard rock playing )

[ the song "Portrait of Authority" by Bad Religion plays ]

* The portrait of authority *

* Portrait of authority *

* It embodies what he cannot be *

* Portrait of authority... *

( blows whistle )

MATT

Time to go to work.

( blowing whistle )

* It's what he cannot be... *

( blowing whistle )

* The portrait of authority *

* Portrait of authority *

TEACHER

Surely, you must be joking.

MATT

I'm not joking, and...

don't call me Shirley.

Respect my authority!

( movie western

theme music playing )

MIRANDA

What are you doing?

GORDO

I was intimidating Tudgeman.

MIRANDA

Yeah, that yawn

looked pretty scary.

GORDO

Yeah, well, it's working.

My late nights

are actually paying off--

we're tied.

He won the egg drop

and I won

the long distance

paper airplane contest.

Now, it all comes down to the

slow bike race after school.

The last person to cross

the finish line...

( yawning )

wins.

MIRANDA

I think you need to trade that

bike helmet in for a pillow.

But I'll be out there

cheering you on

and I'm hoping

Lizzie will be, too.

(to LIZZIE)

Hey.

LIZZIE

Yes?

MIRANDA

Lizzie, listen.

I'm not wearing

leather today

I didn't eat meat

last night for dinner

and I recycled my

soda can at lunch.

So, can I talk to you?

LIZZIE

I guess.

MIRANDA

What are you wearing?

LIZZIE

Burlap.

It's a renewable resource.

MIRANDA

Okay, Lizzie,

I'm really worried about you.

LIZZIE

Don't be worried about me,

Miranda.

Be worried about the world!

Be worried

about the environment

and the homeless people,

and-and the animals

and the rain forest

and the ozone layer!

TOON LIZZIE

( moaning )

( cow mooing )

MIRANDA

Well, the rain forest

isn't going to hang out with me

and rent movies

on Friday nights.

Can't you just put this aside

for a-a few hours?

And l-let's go watch Gordo

at the slow bike race

after school.

MISS MORAN

Okay, everyone

clear your desk for a pop quiz.

Mr. Gordon, are you

still with us?

GORDO

I'm just resting my eyes.

LIZZIE

Uh, Miss Moran?

MIRANDA

Lizzie, don't.

MISS MORAN

There'll be time for

your question after the quiz.

LIZZIE

No! There won't be time!

MIRANDA

Lizzie, don't.

LIZZIE

Miss Moran

we're running out of time.

MISS MORAN

Lizzie, quiet.

LIZZIE

No! I won't be quiet.

MIRANDA

Here we go.

LIZZIE

You know how many trees

you killed

with your little pop quiz?

You could've printed

those double-sided.

You could've saved a life.

( crashing )

TOON LIZZIE

Tree killer!

MISS MORAN

I'm going to ask you

one last time, Lizzie

to sit down and be quiet.

We'll discuss this

after the quiz.

LIZZIE

I would expect you,

out of all people

to understand.

You encouraged us

to start this project.

Why won't anyone help me?

TOON LIZZIE

Wow, this is getting

really heavy.

MISS MORAN

Ms. McGuire,

I'm going to help you.

I'm sending you home

to get some sleep.

LIZZIE

( scoffs )

TOON LIZZIE

( grunts )

That's not good.

( door slams shut )

GORDO

I'm not sleeping.

I-I was just resting my eyes.

JO

Hey, is it

3:00 already?

LIZZIE

No, I got

sent home early.

MATT

I got sent home early, too.

They said I was power hungry!

I don't even

know what that means

but I've got to get

back to school!

SAM

Son, you have to know when

it's time to turn in your belt.

MATT

But I can't leave my post.

JO

Honey, the school will be fine.

You need to take a rest.

SAM

I'm sure

there's other

hall monitors on duty.

MATT

But... I'm the best!

JO

We'll talk

about it later.

JO

Matt!

Get out of

your sandwich.

LIZZIE

Okay, now he is scary.

JO

He's scary?

SAM

Lizzie, I hate

to break this to you,

but you two have

more in common

than you think.

LIZZIE

( scoffs )

JO

Lizzie, you got

a big heart

and we're very

proud of you.

SAM

But you're taking on

too much.

You can't save the world

by yourself.

LIZZIE

Well, no one else is helping.

SAM

Well, okay,

we're going to help.

Recycling garbage--

that's a very good idea.

JO

Yeah, we're going

to be a lot better

about that

but you've

got to relax.

LIZZIE

How can I relax?

JO

Lizzie, honey, you're

running yourself

into the ground.

SAM

You can't get

anything done

if you can't

take care of yourself first.

LIZZIE

I never thought of it that way.

SAM

Well, if you

really want to

make a difference

what you have to do

is pick one thing--

just one thing-- and go for it.

JO

And get some help, too.

I mean, what happened

to Gordo and Miranda?

LIZZIE

Well, I was kind of a jerk.

No. You know what?

I was a big jerk.

Can I go back to school

and watch Gordo win

the slow bicycle race?

JO

I'll tell you what.

You go take a nap

and I'll wake you up

and I'll drive you

back to school later.

SAM

You get upstairs

right now and get some sleep.

LIZZIE

Um... I can't.

SAM

Why not?

JO

Why not?

LIZZIE

Well, I kind of

donated my mattress

to the homeless shelter.

JO

I'll go get a blanket

for the couch.

SAM

I'll call

the shelter.

ANNOUNCER

Ladies and gentlemen, we come

to the Slow Speed Bicycle Race.

And now, presenting

last year's overall champion

Larry Tudgeman.

( booing )

( cheering )

ANNOUNCER

And here's

Mr. David "Gordo" Gordon.

( boings )

( oohs )

ANNOUNCER

Move your bicycles

to the start-finish line

and get ready to bi-cycle.

MIRANDA

Wow.

LIZZIE

Very cool.

GORDO

And it's

aerodynamically designed

to increase my wind resistance

and slow me down.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Good luck.

LARRY

(to GORDO)

Who are you?

GORDO

I'm the King, baby.

ANNOUNCER

The race will be

once around the quad

riding only, no standing

no walking, no leaning.

Last bicycle

across the finish line

is the winner.

( whistle blows )

ANNOUNCER

And they're off.

Tudgeman takes an early lead

and Gordo settles in behind him.

( cheering )

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

( chanting ):

Gordo, Gordo, Gordo

ALL ( chanting ):

Gordo, Gordo, Gordo, Gordo...

ANNOUNCER

Coming down the back stretch

Gordo is increasing the deficit.

Tudgeman just can't seem

to hold back.

It's going to take

more than wind resistance

to help Tudgeman today.

Gordo's making it look easy.

Whoa, Gordo drops further behind

as Tudgeman heads

into the last turn.

If Tudgeman crosses

he loses.

Tudgeman's run out

of real estate.

Gordo's going to win this thing.

Two feet...

one foot...

six inches...

LIZZIE

( chanting ):

Gordo...

( all moaning )

ANNOUNCER

And Gordo's disqualified

for leaving his bike.

GORDO

( snoring )

ANNOUNCER

Tudgeman wins by default.

LIZZIE

Are you okay?

MIRANDA

Yeah, Gordo, you went

down pretty hard.

GORDO

( imitating Elvis ):

Thank you.

Thank you very much.

( snoring )

MIRANDA

Gordo has left

the building.

LIZZIE

Let me be the first to say

I was a total jerk

and I'm really sorry.

MIRANDA

Good.

You should be.

But you were

kind of right

so, I'm making

my family

cut up those

six-pack rings

'cause I like dolphins.

LIZZIE

I'm really sorry

you didn't win

the race, Gordo.

GORDO

Yeah, me, too.

If I hadn't stayed up

all night

creating

my aerodynamic collar

I wouldn't have

fallen asleep.

I might have won.

There's probably a lesson

in there somewhere

but I'm just too tired

to find it.

MIRANDA

At least you were stylin'.

LIZZIE

And there's always next year.

MIRANDA

And you...

please tell me your days

of burlap chic are over.

LIZZIE

They are.

I think I'm just going to pick

one thing and stick to it.

Like stray dogs.

Do you know

how many dogs

are abandoned

at shelters each year?

TOON LIZZIE

Oh, can I keep him?

( slurping )

TOON LIZZIE

Can I?

LARRY

Oh, look.

The aliens brought Elvis back

and they shrunk him.

GORDO

I hate that guy!

LIZZIE

Hey, Larry, look out for that...

( crashing )

MIRANDA

Never mind.

LARRY

It's okay.

It's okay.

I'm good.

LIZZIE McGUIRE
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( bell ringing )

LIZZIE

What is this stuff?

TOON LIZZIE

Is there some sort of a law

against serving anything edible

in this cafeteria?

MIRANDA

Ugh. Looks like another

potato chips

and cake day.

GORDO

I see you guys

decided to pass

on the daily special.

LIZZIE

You mean,

the goulash surprise?

MIRANDA

Oh, I don't like surprises.

Especially not

goulash ones.

GORDO

And now the ritualistic dance

known as table selection.

Don't try and sit

with the popular kids.

They might rip your head off.

Jocks-- sure, if you like

broken bones.

Sit at the loser table?

You risk rejection

from the rest of the herd.

MIRANDA

Gordo, lunch is horrifying

enough without recording it.

GORDO

Of course lunch is horrible.

No one ever said that middle

school would be easy.

LIZZIE

Somebody tell that to Kate.

GORDO

Look, how many

times do I have to tell you

that one day Kate's life

will be meaningless

and miserable?

TOON LIZZIE

It's just so hard to wait.

How did I not see that coming?

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

GORDO

Wait. Where's my camera?

LIZZIE

Must have left it

in the cafeteria.

GORDO

Okay, wait here.

I'll go back

and see if

it's there.

MIRANDA

You think he'll find it?

LIZZIE

If he doesn't, we'll be

having it for lunch tomorrow.

MIRANDA

Remember the time

I lost my bracelet?

LIZZIE

And I had it in my mac

and cheese the next day.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Gross.

GORDO

It was on the whole time.

You guys will never believe

what I got on tape.

MIRANDA

Elvis?

LIZZIE

Bigfoot?

GORDO

Close. Kate.

LIZZIE

Cool.

KATE

(on video tape)

Okay, promise

you won't tell anyone.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

Sure. What is it?

KATE

(on video tape)

I'm a year older

than everybody.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

You're 14?!

You're in seventh grade.

( all guffaw )

KATE

(on video tape)

Remember, you promised

not to tell anyone.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

You mean, you got

held back?

KATE

(on video tape)

It was only in

kindergarten.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

( gasping )

LIZZIE / MIRANDA / GORDO

( laughing )

KATE

(on video tape)

I've been hiding this

ever since elementary school.

If anybody finds out

I'm a year older

than everybody else

my whole image will be

totally ruined.

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

that Kate was held back

in kindergarten.

TOON LIZZIE

What'd she do, fail nap time?

MIRANDA

Prepare your speech, Gordo.

This is your Oscar winner.

( trumpet fanfare )

GORDO

I can't believe it.

I finally get something good

and it's completely by accident.

Wait.

Maybe I can get

some more of this.

LIZZIE

What do you mean?

GORDO

More of this

hidden camera stuff.

This has incredible potential.

LIZZIE

Come on.

We're late.

MATT

Hey, Dad, would you run me over

with the car?

SAM

Sure. In a minute, son.

JO

Sam!

SAM

What? What'd I do?

MATT

Mom, chill. It's for school.

JO

Oh, I am so looking forward

to hear you explain this.

MATT

Mom, Mom, Mom, Mom

Mom, Mom, Mom

Mom, haven't you ever heard

of Career Day?

JO

What kind of career is this,

insurance fraud?

MATT

No. Stuntman.

SAM

Cool.

No, not cool.

Very not cool.

JO

Why can't you be

a doctor or a lawyer?

MATT

That would require

years of schooling.

This I can do right now.

JO

Matt, we are not running

you over with the car.

MATT

Fine.

I'll come up

with something else.

( pop music playing )

[ the song "Somebody's Watching Me" by Rockwell plays ]

* Who's watching, watching? *

* Tell me who is watching *

* Who's watching me? *

* I always feel like somebody's watching me *

* And I have no privacy, whoa-oa *

* I always feel like somebody's watching me *

* Who's playing tricks on me? *

( shutters clicking )

* I always feel like somebody's watching me... *

GORDO

Okay, let's see what we got.

LIZZIE

( giggling )

Ooh.

THOMAS

(on video tape)

Okay, you really want

to know my secret?

BOY

(on video tape)

Yeah.

THOMAS

(on video tape)

(on video tape)

It'll bring you luck.

( all laugh )

( belches )

( belches )

LIZZIE

Gordo, that was great.

MIRANDA

Do you realize

what you have here?

Do you even know

what would happen

if other people

in school saw this stuff?

GORDO

Yeah, they'd know

what I've always known:

That even the popular kids

have stuff

to be embarrassed about.

LIZZIE

Well, you've got to figure out

a way to get everyone

to see this.

SAM

Matt?

MATT

Yes?

SAM

Come down here

right now.

MATT

As soon as I open up

the umbrella, Dad.

SAM

No, son, you're going

to use the ladder.

MATT

Oh, man!

SAM

Come on. Give me

the umbrella.

I can't believe it.

These things never work.

Trust me, I know.

MATT

What about sheets

for a parachute?

SAM

Even worse.

Gets wrapped around

your face.

MATT

Oh.

GORDO

Look, look, this is it.

I know exactly where

my film's going to show.

LIZZIE

"Unified School District 41

Student Film Competition"?

MIRANDA

Where did you get this?

GORDO

Off the bulletin board.

MIRANDA

You read the bulletin board?

LIZZIE

We have a bulletin board?

GORDO

I think I have the ultimate

real-life documentary

about middle school.

MIRANDA

You're a lock,

Gordo.

Your film's going

to be great.

MATT

So, where's this so-called

bulletin board?

( bell ringing )

MIRANDA

Move it!

LIZZIE

Where's your lunch?

MIRANDA

To have lunch,

you need money

which I left

in my backpack

which I left on the bus

this morning

along with my third-period

book report

my clean gym clothes,

someone put gum on my locker

and to top it all off

I just found out that Larry

Tudgeman uses my picture

as a screen-saver

on his computer.

LIZZIE

Well, want some

of my french fries?

MIRANDA

Why don't they just slap

a big sign on the school

that says "Loser Farm"

and be done with it?

LIZZIE

You're having a really bad day,

but school isn't that bad.

MIRANDA

You're right. It's not that bad.

It's terrible.

Everyone looks up to

the jocks and the cheerleaders

who are a bunch

of stuck-up dirks.

We're going to end up working

at the drive-through

at Burger Buddy.

LIZZIE

Okay, vent.

MIRANDA

It's this whole place.

It's the way that people say

one thing to your face

and another

behind your back.

SAM

Matt, don't use your mother's

pantyhose for bungee jumping.

MATT

Hey, Dad, do we have

a blowtorch?

SAM

Son, you're not jumping

through a ring of fire.

MATT

( groans )

( whirring )

SAM

Son, don't use

my leaf blower

as a jet pack.

MATT

How do you expect me

to be a stuntman?

You won't let me do anything.

JO

Find something else

to be, Matt.

MATT

Fine, squash my dreams.

I'll come up

with something else.

LIZZIE

I'm hoping for another

big Kate revelation.

MIRANDA

I don't know.

I'm a big fan

of the "Pet the bunny" boy.

GORDO

Today's digital dynamite is...

MIRANDA

(on video tape)

Why don't they just slap

a sign on the school

that says "Loser Farm"

and be done with it?

LIZZIE

That's Miranda, Gordo.

GORDO

Yeah, it is.

MIRANDA

You taped me?!

TOON LIZZIE

I'd love to stick around

but I got to a thing.

Ow!

MIRANDA

(on video tape)

It's terrible.

GORDO

All I did was

tape the quad.

I didn't know you were

going to be there.

LIZZIE

It's okay. It's no big deal.

Your hair looks fab.

MIRANDA

You're taking his side?

Who died

and made you big brother anyway?

GORDO

You were happy to watch it

when it was other people.

LIZZIE

Well, it's no big deal.

It's not like he's going

to use this stuff.

GORDO

Of course I am.

Why wouldn't I?

MIRANDA

Because if anyone from school

sees me on that tape, I'm toast.

TOON LIZZIE

Incoming.

GORDO

I think you worry

a little too much

about what other people think.

MIRANDA

Not everyone

is like you.

Some of us care

what other people think.

GORDO

You ask me

she's being

a little hypocritical.

LIZZIE

Come on, Gordo.

You know if anyone at school

sees that tape

she can never show her face

in school again.

GORDO

That's ridiculous.

People are going to love this.

You're on my side,

aren't you?

TOON LIZZIE

Why do we have drills

for fire and earthquakes

but nothing for when

your two best friends declare

war on each other?

LIZZIE

Oh, good, you're here.

You're always

so punctual

and your hair

looks incredible.

Are those new earrings?

MIRANDA

No. You gave them to me

last year for my birthday.

What's wrong

with you?

LIZZIE

You better sit down.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, look at me.

I am sitting down.

LIZZIE

Right.

Um...

Well, I thought I should be

the first one to tell you

that...

Gordo's one of the finalists

in the film competition.

MIRANDA

Oh, no.

Have you seen the film?

How bad was I?

Do I need to transfer schools?

LIZZIE

I haven't seen it yet.

MIRANDA

I didn't even mean that stuff.

I was having a bad day.

Now all the school

district officials

are going to see me

ragging on our school.

LIZZIE

Actually, the whole

school district

is going to see you.

They're showing all

three final films

in the big assembly.

MIRANDA

Hmm. Hmm. I'm dead.

I'm the late Miranda Sanchez.

JO

What are you

doing, sweetheart?

MATT

Cooking.

SAM

See, this is good.

No more of that

stuntman stuff.

He's going to be a chef.

JO

Hey, he can have

his own restaurant.

SAM

He can have his own

cooking show. Bam!

JO

Good. We can go

to his house for Thanksgiving.

SAM

Our son, the chef.

JO

Don't tell him

we like it.

He'll stop doing it.

( school bell ringing )

GORDO

So, the screening's

sixth period

but all the finalists

have to be there by lunch.

LIZZIE

Okay, so you still

have some time left.

Is there any way you can

cut out Miranda's part?

You have so much

other great footage.

GORDO

Yeah, but the stuff

with Miranda

sort of ties it

all together.

TOON LIZZIE

Maybe it's tying

his film together

but it's pulling me apart.

ETHAN

Hey, dude, I heard

about your film.

Where's it playing?

GORDO

In the AV room,

sixth period.

ETHAN

Oh, so it's not

a real movie.

GORDO

Yeah, Ethan, I just made

a $35 million action movie

and they're showing it

at the assembly.

ETHAN

Hey, way to go, Gordo--

I'll be there.

LIZZIE

Gordo, I really don't

think you should do this.

KATE

Hey, Gordo.

Are we going to

be in your movie?

CLAIR

How could he

do a movie

about our school

without us?

LIZZIE

You don't know how true that is.

KATE

Well, good luck. I'm sure

it's going to be great.

GORDO

Thanks. I'll see you

guys at the screening.

LIZZIE

Gordo.

GORDO

Look, Lizzie,

I got to go

but do me a favor.

Watch the movie

before you tell me

what I should or should not do.

MIRANDA

Great. Everyone in school

is talking about this film

and how they're

going to see it.

Gordo caught me

on one bad day,

and now the whole school

is going to think

I'm a total loser.

LIZZIE

Maybe not. Maybe it's not

as bad as we think.

Gordo says we

should see it

before we make up our minds.

MIRANDA

I can't believe it.

You're taking Gordo's side?

LIZZIE

I'm not taking

anybody's side.

MIRANDA

Well, you should be.

You should be

taking my side.

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, you can stop now.

I-I can't stretch this far!

LIZZIE

Come on, Miranda.

You know that this

is a big deal for Gordo.

MIRANDA

And it's a big moment for me.

It's the moment

where my fate

is sealed as a social outcast.

JO

Matt!

What are you doing?

MATT

What's it look

like I'm doing?

I'm setting up

my Mile of Death

Ultimate Torture Track.

JO

Where did you get

all the wood?

What happened to the cooking?

MATT

I was cooking the candy to make

the fake glass to crash through.

JO

Uh... honey, I thought we agreed

that you weren't

going to be a stuntman.

MATT

I'm not going to.

I'm going to be a daredevil.

JO

Ah.

Sam!

SAM

I'm a bit busy, hon.

I'm ironing my pants.

MATT

Oop. Guess it's time

for a test run.

JO

Sam, you get out here

and I mean now!

SAM

( yelling )

[ the song "Born to Be Wild" by Steppenwolf plays ]

* Get your motor running *

* Head out on the highway *

* Looking for adventure *

* In whatever comes our way *

* Yeah, I gotta go make it happen *

* Take the world in a love embrace *

* Born to be wild! *

SAM

( yelling )

MATT

Wow.

That's...

got to hurt.

SAM

Yeah.

MATT

Okay.

Maybe I don't want

to be a daredevil.

How about a rock star!

GORDO

Can't believe it.

My debut as a director

and here I am

not wearing

a baseball hat.

LIZZIE

Baseball bat, yeah.

GORDO

Baseball hat.

You okay?

LIZZIE

Actually, no.

I'll be right back.

GORDO

You're going

to miss my movie.

LIZZIE

I won't. I promise.

Hey.

MIRANDA

Hey.

Why aren't you in

there with Spielberg?

LIZZIE

'Cause I wanted

to make sure you're okay.

MIRANDA

I'm fine, really.

I mean, that's

MR ESCOBAR

(on video tape)

and the cheerleaders

who are a bunch

of stuck-up dirks.

We're going to end up working

at the drive-through

at Burger Buddy.

It is this whole place.

MIRANDA

(on video tape)

It's the way the cafeteria

AUDIENCE

I mean it doesn't even

sound like me.

(on video tape)

I just get the feeling that

nobody's being honest here

that everybody's afraid

to let everybody else know

the truth about them.

KATE

(on video tape)

Okay, promise you

won't tell anyone.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

Sure. What is it?

KATE

(on video tape)

I'm a year older

than everybody.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

You're 14?

KATE

(on video tape)

Yeah.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

But you're in

seventh grade.

KATE

(on video tape)

Remember, you promised

not to tell anyone.

CLAIR

(on video tape)

You mean you

got held back?

KATE

(on video tape)

It was only

in kindergarten.

I guess it's not

that bad, right?

I've been hiding this

ever since

elementary school.

If anybody finds out

I'm a year older

than everybody else

my whole image will

be totally ruined.

MIRANDA

( disguised )

GORDO

( both giggling )

TOON LIZZIE

I got it!

It's a movie about

an animated character.

MAN

It's a wrap.

TOON LIZZIE

Guys! Guys!

I'm not done yet.

Guys!

Guys?

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

LIZZIE

Mark.

MIRANDA

behind your back.

MAN

Cut.

MIRANDA

Will you stop smiling!

( giggles )

ETHAN

Way to go, Gordo.

I'll be there.

GORDO

Yeah, Ethan, I, uh...

ETHAN

Wha... What the...?

( laughing )

LIZZIE

You're always so punctual.

And that... your hair

looks incre... Ooh.

You're always so punctual.

And that...

( squeals )

( giggles )

TOON LIZZIE

It's a movie about

an animated character.

She's smart, she's funny

and Brad Pitt is totally

in love with her.

( chair clatters )

( girls giggling )

LIZZIE

( mumbling ):

That was great.

( all mumbling )

LIZZIE

It really was.

LIZZIE McGUIRE

LIZZIE

Guys, guys, guys...

( screams )

( slide whistle and boing )

TOON LIZZIE

At 13, you'd think I can run

and talk at the same time.

( screams )

LIZZIE

Forget lunch.

Forget eating.

MIRANDA

The cafeteria food's

not that bad.

GORDO

You could save the stuff

on your shirt for later.

LIZZIE

Oh... Forget that!

Aaron... Carter...

coming... here.

GORDO

Are you speaking in code?

MIRANDA

Explain yourself.

Pronto.

LIZZIE

Aaron Carter is coming here

to shoot his new music video

Christmas special.

TOON LIZZIE

* I'm going

to Aaron's party. *

MIRANDA

This better not be a joke.

LIZZIE

It's not a joke.

H-His holiday video

shoots tomorrow.

MIRANDA

W-Wait, isn't that

kind of early?

I mean, it is still spring.

GORDO

It's a film thing.

They need, like, ten months

to fill in

all the special effects.

So who's Aaron Carter?

( boing )

MIRANDA

So where's it going to be?

LIZZIE

I don't know. It's a secret,

but we're going to find out.

GORDO

Bet it would be

real helpful

to ask a guy

who knows about films

to figure out where

they'd shoot the video.

LIZZIE

Where?

MIRANDA

Where?

GORDO

First you back up and tell me

who this Aaron Carter is.

LIZZIE

Okay.

He's a singer,

a dancer...

MIRANDA

And he's only 13.

LIZZIE

( squeals )

GORDO

GORDO

Hmm.

Popular choice

TOON LIZZIE

This is a cinch.

I can snoop out

secret video shoots in my sleep.

JO

Hey, kids.

LIZZIE

Hey, Mom.

MIRANDA

Hey, Mrs. McGuire.

GORDO

Hi.

JO

Lizzie, your Dad's working

late tonight

so, I thought I'd order a pizza.

LIZZIE

Sweet. Extra cheese, please.

JO

Okay. You guys going to stay

for dinner?

GORDO

Mrs. McGuire, have we ever

turned down a free meal?

JO

I'll take that as a yes.

( clock ticking )

( slide whistle )

GORDO

I've called everywhere.

I have no idea

where the shoot is.

MIRANDA

I thought you said this was

going to be easy to figure out.

GORDO

I was wrong--

well, how do we know

that this Aaron Carter thing

isn't a hoax?

Like that rumor that

the school cafeteria

serves squirrel.

MATT

It's no lie.

TOON LIZZIE

I don't remember

calling in Toad Boy

for backup.

( croaks )

LIZZIE

I thought the deal

was that you could

come in my room

on the condition

that you didn't speak.

MATT

Not even close.

LIZZIE

Oh, and how would you know?

MATT

Lenny told me.

LIZZIE

( scoffs )

GORDO

So what do

you guys think?

LIZZIE

I think he's telling the truth.

MIRANDA

Well, how do we

get him to tell us?

LIZZIE

Well, we've got to

give him something.

MIRANDA

What do we give him?

GORDO

Lava lamps

make good gifts.

LIZZIE

What do you want?

MATT

I want to come with.

LIZZIE

No.

MATT

Yes.

LIZZIE

( grunts )

He's not coming with.

GORDO

He's got to.

He's the only one

who knows where it is.

MIRANDA

He did pass as

a super genius at

school for half a day.

GORDO

His quirky charm

could be useful.

LIZZIE

Fine.

You can come.

MIRANDA

So tell us where it is.

MATT

The Ren-Mar Warehouses.

LIZZIE

Thanks. Have fun hanging

with Mom and Dad tomorrow.

GORDO

( laughing )

( doink )

MATT

If you ditch me

I'll rat you out.

TOON LIZZIE

Just when I thought I was out,

he pulls me back in.

MATT

I thought you'd

see it my way.

LIZZIE

Fine. Tomorrow morning,

early, in the backyard

and don't wake the 'rents.

MIRANDA

( grunts )

( slide whistle )

JO

Oh!

I thought you'd

never get home.

You must be exhausted.

SAM

I am exhausted.

JO

Are you hungry?

There's leftover pizza.

SAM

No, I had dinner

with a client.

JO

Who?

SAM

Mick Moral.

That guy never stops talking.

But, you know, he gave me

these backstage passes

to Aaron Carter.

Think the kids

will want them?

JO

Great!

We'll surprise them

in the morning.

They'll love them.

( rooster crowing )

LIZZIE

Okay.

I left a note saying

that I'm working

on a project

with you guys

and Matt's helping.

Do we have everything?

GORDO

Camera and an extra battery--

check.

LIZZIE

Cool. I've got my tape recorder

for the interview

and my school press badge.

That should be enough

to get us in.

GORDO

So, uh, what's the plan?

LIZZIE

We'll just breeze through

security like we own the place.

GORDO

That's the plan?

LIZZIE

Do you have a better one?

GORDO

No.

LIZZIE

Then that's the plan.

(to MATT)

Oh, great. You made it.

GORDO

What's in the bag?

MATT

Do you guys have a plan?

MIRANDA

Yeah.

MATT

Then this is for when

your plan fails.

( slide whistle )

( gate rattling )

LIZZIE

Okay. Remember...

walk in like you own the place.

MIRANDA

Aaron Carter walked

on this ground.

I am never wearing

these shoes again.

GORDO

That's not acting like

you own the place.

( boing )

SECURITY GUARD

Excuse me. May I see

your passes, please?

LIZZIE

Let me handle this.

I'm Lizzie McGuire,

a member of the press.

I have a right

to be here.

( slide whistle,

kettledrum boing )

LIZZIE

( voice over )

[ reading note:]

Mom and Dad,

I'm working on a

project with Miranda

and Gordo,

Matt is also

helping.

Will be back soon.

Love,

Lizzie

JO

Well, it looks like

the kids got an early

start this morning.

SAM

When are they coming back?

JO

Mmm, probably soon--

Why don't you head down

to the video shoot and I'll

bring them when they get back.

SAM

I can't believe

I'm going to meet Aaron Carter!

( boing )

SAM

I'm just practicing

so I'll fit in with the kids.

GORDO

Great plan, McGuire.

Would you put

your shoes on?

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

that they took my press badge.

Mr. Ling charges us five bucks

to replace it.

MIRANDA

I'm never going to get

to sing for Aaron.

MATT

It's time for Plan B.

GORDO

Elf costumes?

TOON LIZZIE

That's Plan B?

That's it.

Matt's going in the bag.

( grunting )

LIZZIE

Where did you

get these?

MATT

The Christmas card picture

we had to take last year.

( slide whistle )

( camera clicks

and bells jingle )

SANTA:

Ho, ho, ho!

( record scratches )

MIRANDA

I am not singing for Aaron

dressed as an elf.

MATT

Guys, they're shooting

a holiday video?

If we look like elves, they'll

think we're part of the video.

TOON LIZZIE

( grunting )

Wow, Monkey Boy makes sense.

LIZZIE

Who are you going as,

Santa Claus?

MATT

Nope.

LIZZIE

( gasps )

Those are my pants.

MATT

I'm going as

Aaron Carter.

SECURITY GUARD

Excuse me.

Do you have your passes?

LIZZIE

Um, we're extras

in the Aaron Carter video.

MIRANDA

Yeah.

GORDO

And we're late,

so can we shake a leg, buddy?

SECURITY GUARD

Scram!

Nice try.

MATT

Do you know who I am?

SECURITY GUARD

See ya.

SET P.A.

I got him,

I got him.

Stand-ins must stay

on set at all times.

Let's go.

MIRANDA

Plan B didn't work.

LIZZIE

It worked for Matt.

GORDO

Maybe in our next plan,

we can pretend that we're elves

who live in trees

and bake cookies.

LIZZIE

Not helpful, Gordo.

MIRANDA

Maybe we

should just pack it in.

LIZZIE

No.

We are getting in, okay?

I'm going to get my interview,

you're going to sing for Aaron

and Gordo's going

to film it.

TOON LIZZIE

We're going in

and this time, we're not leaving

anyone behind.

LIZZIE

I've got an idea.

Follow me.

( car approaching )

SECURITY GUARD

Got a pass?

SAM

Yeah.

(gets a glimse of LIZZIE)

Nah.

SECURITY GUARD

All right.

Move through.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, that was your dad.

GORDO

Security must've

called him.

They do have

your press badge.

LIZZIE

Okay, new plan.

Find Aaron, get Matt,

avoid Dad and get out.

TOON LIZZIE

No problemo.

I can do four things at once.

( screams )

( birds chirping )

MIRANDA

Whew! We made it.

Where's Aaron?

GORDO

Uh, first

things first.

Let's ditch

these costumes.

LIZZIE

Oh, good idea.

MIRANDA

Whew! Gordo, did you

get a shot of us sneaking in

for your documentary?

GORDO

Uh, no, I was too busy trying

not to get arrested.

LIZZIE

Well, the coast is clear.

Get a shot of us

right now.

GORDO

Uh... guys...

uh, this is about to be

the shortest documentary ever.

SECURITY GUARD

Not you again.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

( squealing )

MIRANDA

Whoa!

LIZZIE

( giggles )

Yum. I can not believe

that Matt was right.

GORDO

Donuts.

MIRANDA

We did it.

We made it.

We're here.

Cool, let's find Aaron.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA / GORDO

Whoa.

SAM

series about this dad

and his wacky life--

I call it Sam McGuire.

What do you think?

CATERER

Sir, I'm the caterer.

LIZZIE

Okay, get in the bag,

get in the bag, get in the bag.

SAM

Hey, donuts.

CATERER

Those are for crew only.

JO

Not at Gordo's...

not at Miranda's...

they know they're supposed

to leave a number.

( beeping )

SECURITY GUARD

Hello, this is security

from Ren-Mar Warehouses.

We got a Lizzie McGuire here

causing some trouble.

MIRANDA

The sleigh stopped.

GORDO

I... I can't feel my foot.

LIZZIE

You guys,

I think we're on stage.

GORDO

Yeah, my foot's

definitely asleep.

LIZZIE

L-L-Let me just take a peek.

Guys, Aaron Carter's here.

GORDO

Of course he is.

It's his video.

MIRANDA

What do we do?

LIZZIE

Um... I-I have a plan.

Follow me.

TOON LIZZIE

I think the plan is

to make it up as we go along.

( drums beating rhythmically )

DIRECTOR

Action!

Cue the dancers.

MIRANDA

Dancers.

GORDO

Oh, this can't

be good.

MIRANDA

No.

LIZZIE

Whoa...

GORDO

Whoa.

Oh!

MIRANDA

Sorry.

LIZZIE

Sorry.

GORDO

Excuse us.

LIZZIE

Don't mind us.

Whoa...

( gasps and gulps )

TOON LIZZIE

That's it, I'm dressing

as an elf from now on.

DIRECTOR

Cut!

Where are

your costumes?

MIRANDA

Um...

LIZZIE

Matt?!

MATT

Lizzie?!

SECURITY GUARD

Ha-ha! We meet again!

LIZZIE

( screams )

GORDO

Timber!

TOON LIZZIE

That's going to leave a mark.

SECURITY GUARD

Hey!

LIZZIE

We're really sorry.

MIRANDA

Bye.

Bye.

LIZZIE

Yeah. Bye.

SECURITY GUARD

I'm going to get you kids!

DIRECTOR

Do you know

those kids?

MATT

Never seen them

in my life.

DIRECTOR

Too bad. I could always

use more stunt elves.

MATT

You know

now that I think about it

I taught them

everything they know.

DIRECTOR

Good work.

GORDO

Excuse me,

uh, you guys ever need

a fresh new video director...

...with a youthful

point of view!

JO

Hi, I'm Jo McGuire.

I spoke to you earlier about

my daughter, Lizzie McGuire.

SECURITY GUARD

Yes, ma'am.

She caused quite

a ruckus today.

JO

I'm-I'm really sorry.

Could you take me

to Lizzie?

SECURITY GUARD

Well, Ms., uh,

we don't know

where Lizzie is.

JO

Okay, well,

why don't you let me in

and I'll find her?

SECURITY GUARD

I can't let

you in, ma'am.

JO

You're gonna let me in!

And you're gonna

let me in now!

Do you understand?

LIZZIE

Whoo.

( panting )

MIRANDA

We are never

going to meet

Aaron Carter.

GORDO

Maybe we should

just call it a day.

LIZZIE

But-But we're so close.

Just... give me

a minute to think.

TOON LIZZIE

I got nothin'.

LIZZIE

( grunts )

All we need to do

is get...

Aaron Carter's

personal pass?

GORDO

How are we going to get

Aaron Carter's personal pass?

MIRANDA

Aaron Carter's personal pass!

GORDO

Well, I guess this must be

Aaron Carter's dressing room.

Again, this would be

a lot more exciting

if I was a 13-year-old girl.

LIZZIE

And this...

is Aaron's orange.

MIRANDA

And-and this...

is Aaron's apple.

Ha, ha, ha.

MANAGER

And this

is Aaron's manager... wondering

what you're doing here.

GORDO

Um...

SECURITY GUARD

(to SAM)

Sir, are you

a part of the crew?

JO

Oh, my gosh!

It's about time

you got here.

Listen-- Lizzie

and Matt are here.

We got to go find them.

You're not here

to bail me out,

are you?

SAM

They're real persnickety

about their donuts around here.

JO

Donuts?!

We got to find

the kids.

SAM

If security's that good

at policing their donut table

it's only a matter of time

before the kids join us.

MANAGER

I won't call security

if you guys leave immediately.

LIZZIE

Well, just wait a second.

Okay?

In the spirit of Christmas

maybe you could grant us

one favor.

MANAGER

Tell me what you want.

LIZZIE

We want to meet Aaron Carter.

MANAGER

Um...

TOON LIZZIE

She's eating

out of the palm of my hand.

MANAGER

No.

( snaps )

TOON LIZZIE

Ow!

Ooh! Ooh! Ooh! Ooh!

LIZZIE

Okay, just hear me out.

Aaron Carter coming here

is the most

exciting thing

that's ever happened to us.

He's cute, he's cool,

he's...

talented.

So, please, please...

can one of us just meet him?

MANAGER

Okay. Just one.

GORDO

Well...

congratulations, McGuire.

You got your

interview.

MIRANDA

Maybe you could get me

an autograph.

LIZZIE

Miranda...

you should go.

MIRANDA

What?

LIZZIE

You're a really good singer.

And this is a great opportunity

for you.

So go.

MIRANDA

A-Are you sure?

LIZZIE

Yeah, I'm sure.

Uh, maybe you could get me

an autograph?

( laughs )

TOON LIZZIE

Find out what he sleeps in!

GORDO

Lizzie, I got to say,

what you did in there

was really cool.

LIZZIE

Well, this is

a once-in-a-lifetime chance

for Miranda.

TOON LIZZIE

My once-in-a-lifetime chance

is going to come around.

( outer-spacey tone whistling )

( birds chirping )

LIZZIE

How was it?

Tell me everything.

MIRANDA

He said I have talent.

I have talent!

Lizzie, there is

no way I'll ever be able

to thank you.

You're the best.

GORDO

Wonder if those

two record executives

are still around.

LIZZIE

Oh, my gosh, guys

where's my tape recorder?

I think I left it

in Aaron's dressing room.

Should I go back?

GORDO

I'm sure it's okay.

We'll wait here.

ARRON

Is this yours?

LIZZIE

Thanks.

ARRON

Merry Christmas,

Lizzie McGuire.

* The moment that I laid my eyes on you *

* My eyes on you *

* I knew you'd be the one to make my dreams come true *

* Girl, you shine like reflections on the water *

* Girl, you shine like the sun in the sky *

* Girl, you shine like the moon glows in the nighttime *

GORDO

So, did you get

your tape recorder?

LIZZIE

Well, that's not all I got.

TOON LIZZIE

Once-in-a-lifetime chance?

Check. My life is now complete.

( tires squealing )

SECURITY GUARD

( over PA system ):

Will Lizzie McGuire

please pick up her parents

at the Detention Center.

LIZZIE

I guess my parents

aren't going anywhere

for awhile.

SECURITY GUARD

And neither are you.

Come with me. Now.

DIRECTOR

Hang on a sec.

(to MATT)

These your friends?

MATT

Yep.

The greatest stunt elves

in the business.

DIRECTOR

They're with us.

You guys did

some great work back there.

How would you like to be

in Aaron Carter's video?

( kettledrum boings )

DIRECTOR

I'll take that as a yes.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

( giggling )

TOON LIZZIE

Looks like we're all invited

to Aaron's party.

Everyone except for me.

Wait up, you guys!

I want to be

in Aaron's video, too!

( phone ringing )

( "I Want Candy" intro playing )

ARRON

Hey, Justin.

Hey, it's Aaron.

I can't come out tonight.

I'm going to see this girl.

No... no... her name is Candy.

Real cute.

I got to go. See ya.

* I know a girl who's tough but sweet *

* She's so fine, she can't be beat *

* She's got everything that I desire *

* Sets the summer sun on fire *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* Go to see her when the sun goes down *

* Ain't no finer girl in town *

* You're my girl, what the doctor ordered *

* So sweet, you make my mouth water *

* Oh! *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* Hey! *

* Hey! *

* Hey! *

* Hey! *

* Hey! *

* Hey! *

* Hey!

* Hey! Candy on the beach, there's nothin' better *

* But I like candy when it's wrapped in a sweater *

* Some day soon, I'll make you mine *

* Then I'll have Candy all the time *

* Oh! *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* I want Candy *

* Candy in the morning time *

* Candy in the hot sunshine *

* Candy, baby, can't you see? *

* Hey! *

* Hey! *

* Hey! All I want is your candy. *

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

MAN

A and B,

common mark!

( loud whack )

MIRANDA

Aah!

Yow!

TOON LIZZIE

I don't remember

calling in Toad Boy

for backup.

Uh!

( grunting )

* Can't you see? All I want is your candy. *

MAN

( screaming )

LIZZIE McGUIRE

"Sibling Bonds"
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MATT

Wow!

That was amazing.

Hey, Lizzie, want to see

a magic trick?

LIZZIE

No.

MATT

And my next illusion:

the famous floating ball

that floats on top of the scarf.

It hides behind the scarf.

It zooms

through the air!

LIZZIE

Ow!

It flies into the trash!

MATT

Dad, Lizzie threw my trick away!

SAM

Lizzie, don't throw

your brother's trick away.

MATT

Ha! Now kiss it

and say you're sorry.

LIZZIE

Get out of my face, cactus head!

MATT

Mom, Lizzie called me

cactus head!

JO

Lizzie, don't call your

brother a cactus head.

LIZZIE

But I'm trying to do my homework

and he won't stop bothering me

with his stupid magic tricks!

MATT

They're not stupid.

Here, pick a card.

Lizzie!

LIZZIE

Lizzie!

SAM / JO

Kids!

MATT

I need the card

to do the trick.

LIZZIE

I can do a better one with it.

Ta-da!

I turned it into confetti.

MATT

Well, how about I

turn this into confetti?

LIZZIE

That's mine

and I told you

to stop going in my closet.

MATT

It wasn't in your closet.

It was in your underwear drawer.

LIZZIE

Uh! That's it!

I'm telling Dad what really

happened to his sunglasses.

MATT

Fine. I will tell Mom what you

were talking to Miranda about

on the phone last night

at 11:30.

LIZZIE

Ahh!

MATT

"Oh, Ethan Craft is so cute.

I just want to hug him

and kiss him all day long."

( smooching )

LIZZIE

( growling )

MATT

Help me!

JO

Freeze!

LIZZIE

Let me go, please!

SAM

Lizzie, put Matt down

and step away from your brother.

LIZZIE

He started it!

MATT

She started it!

JO

I don't care who started it.

You kids have

got to stop

this constant bickering.

SAM

What is it with you guys?

You never used to

fight like this when

you were younger.

You used to really take care

of each other

and that's what a family is:

people who

love each other

and take care of each other.

LIZZIE

You're right, Dad.

Sorry, Mom.

TOON LIZZIE

Dad's right, Matt's family.

We've got to have

each other's backs.

We've got to be all about love.

( squeaking )

On the other hand,

the little rat stole my scarf!

MATT

She's pinching me!

LIZZIE

He's stepping on my foot!

MATT

Well, at least you're

not stepping on my foot.

You weigh a ton.

LIZZIE

You little weasel, I'll

teach you to make fun of me.

MATT

You don't have

to teach me.

I already know how to.

"Oh, I'm Lizzie.

"Notice me.

Notice me."

LIZZIE

( growling )

JO (to SAM)

Potatoes or stuffing?

SAM

Stuffing.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

( bell ringing )

LIZZIE

My pimple-head brother

actually eavesdropped on us

talking about Ethan Craft.

MIRANDA

You should lock him

in the basement

until he goes away

to college.

LIZZIE

He'll just ooze out

through the pipe.

He made me sound

like such a geek.

Like, every time

I'm around Ethan

I turn into some, like,

mindless zombie.

ETHAN

Hey, Miranda.

MIRANDA

Hey, Ethan.

ETHAN

Uh, Lizzie.

S'up?

LIZZIE

Uh... uh...

Uh...

TOON LIZZIE

Say "hi." It's

not that hard.

How you doing, Ethan?

Good morning.

Yo, dog, what's

"crackculating"?

LIZZIE

Uh, hi, Ethan.

Great shirt.

( door shuts )

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, good start.

Next time just say it

while he's still here.

MR ESCOBAR

You know, kids, the other day,

I was feeling sorry for myself

'cause I had no shoes.

Then I met a man

who had no feet.

LIZZIE

He had no feet?

How did that happen?

GORDO

Was it a shark attack?

I bet it was

a shark attack.

MIRANDA

Where'd you meet him?

Was that at a hospital?

I mean, is he okay?

MR ESCOBAR

I really... didn't...

meet a man with no feet.

MIRANDA

Then why did you tell us

that horrible story?

I'm going to have nightmares.

ETHAN

Miranda, don't sweat it.

It just means that there are

people who don't have it

as good as us.

MIRANDA

Oh.

TOON LIZZIE

Cute and smart,

like Albert Einstein

only without

the Three Stooges' hair.

Whoo, whoo, whoo, whoo!

Nyuk, nyuk, nyuk, nyuk!

MR ESCOBAR

Strangely enough, Ethan seems

to have grasped the point.

( laughter )

MR ESCOBAR

And we should help

those less fortunate.

That's why I want you

to be aware

of this Saturday's

charity drive.

And the proceeds are going to go

to those less fortunate.

MIRANDA

Asking for donations of

canned goods, clothes and shoes.

Oh, so these kids have feet?

MR ESCOBAR

( nods yes )

MIRANDA

Oh, good.

GORDO

There's a mini-golf

tournament?

I could be the announcer.

Oh, great, I'd get extra credit

I unload a ton

of canned white fish.

It's like winning the lottery.

LIZZIE

I just don't think

I can do this.

I mean, I'm already

buried under homework.

I need Saturday

to get caught up.

ETHAN

Yo, Mr. Escobar, count me in

for the tournament.

LIZZIE

I can do this.

TOON LIZZIE

And I can impress Ethan.

LIZZIE

I can come early.

TOON LIZZIE

And I can be with Ethan.

LIZZIE

And bake a few dozen cookies.

TOON LIZZIE

And I can hang out with Ethan.

ETHAN

Lizzie helping out.

I admire your commitment.

LIZZIE

The... the...

The...

Th...

TOON LIZZIE

I just have to be able

to talk to Ethan.

LIZZIE

Th... th... th-th-tha...nk..

LIZZIE

Mom, do we have

almond paste and raspberries

so I can make

marzipan meringue

with fruit,

um... ganache?

JO

Uh-uh.

LIZZIE

Well, what do we have?

This is supposed

to be a kitchen.

JO

We have chocolate chips.

LIZZIE

That'll do.

SAM

What are you doing

with my jersey?

JO

I'm taking it

to that charity thing.

SAM

Don't you know

what that jersey is?

The drive!

John Elway marched his team

98 yards in two minutes

to tie the game

which they

went on to win.

I was wearing this

when I watched it.

JO

I didn't know

it was so special.

SAM

Duh. Look. See that?

That's the stain from

my cousin Ree Ree

when he high-fived me

with a Philly cheese steak.

MATT

Hey, Lizzie, I learned

a great new trick.

You take both ends

of the rope.

LIZZIE

I don't want the rope.

MATT

Take the rope.

LIZZIE

I don't want

the rope.

MATT

Take the rope!

LIZZIE

I don't want the rope!

MATT

Take the rope!

LIZZIE

I don't want the rope!

Now get lost!

JO

Guys! Lizzie,

please don't yell

at your brother.

And Matt, you cannot

make your sister

do tricks with you.

MATT

Yes, I can.

LIZZIE

( sighs )

( gasps )

What...?

( gasps )

MATT

Okay.

For my next illusion

I need a volunteer.

Oh, how about you, Miss?

LIZZIE

Oh, sure, I volunteer.

You let me go

and I volunteer

not to pound you

into stew beef!

MATT

Sounds fair.

Abracadabra!

It didn't work.

LIZZIE

Then get the key.

MATT

Oh.

The key.

Right.

Where's the key?

LIZZIE

What?!

MATT

Don't make me stew beef.

I'm sure I can find it.

LIZZIE

Where... did...

you leave it?

MATT

Ow. Maybe it's

on... the stairs.

LIZZIE

Then go... get it!

JO sees the key laying on the counter

and using her grifting skills palms it.

LIZZIE

Where else could it be?

MATT

Don't worry,

we'll find it.

Spread out.

LIZZIE

What... oh!

Ow!

SAM

So, when are you planning on

telling them about the key?

JO

I think they should stay

handcuffed together.

They will learn they have

to stop bickering,

get along with each other,

or eat each other alive.

SAM

Either way, we win.

JO

( satisfied chuckle )

* Gonna find her *

* Yeah *

* I've been searching *

* I'm searching *

* Oh, yeah, I'm searching every which way *

* Yeah, yeah *

* But I'm like that northwest Mountie *

* You know I'll bring her in someday... *

LIZZIE

( grunting )

JO

Now, come on, calm down.

Your dad is going to the magic

store to get a duplicate key.

SAM

Back in a flash.

JO

He'll get back,

you'll get free.

SAM

I'm back.

LIZZIE

Oh, yes, we're free.

SAM

Not exactly.

MATT

Dad, the key. Where's the key?

SAM

The key. Um...

Here's the thing

about the key.

There is no key.

LIZZIE

What?

SAM

Well, the magic shop

is closed.

Um, it's a

magicians' holiday.

(to JO)

Who knew?

TOON LIZZIE

See? Sending an amateur

to the shop

and that's what you get:

nothing.

SAM

But the good news is

there's a joke shop

in Stanton.

I'm sure they got

a ton of them.

LIZZIE

Dad, I've got to be

at the charity event

in, like, two hours!

SAM

Don't worry.

It's not that far.

I'll be back in plenty

of time for you and

mom to make it

to your thing

without Matt.

MATT

Hey, don't look at me.

I'd rather chew my hand off

than spend the rest

of the day with you.

LIZZIE

( disgusted snort )

MIRANDA

Lizzie,

there you are.

LIZZIE

Hey.

MIRANDA

Hey.

Finally.

Ethan's been asking about you.

JO

Okay, honey,

I'm going to go check in

over at the clothing

donation table.

Have a good time.

MATT

Bye, Mom.

MIRANDA

Lizzie...

there's a little kid

on your arm.

LIZZIE

Oh, you noticed.

(to MATT)

Start chewing.

MIRANDA

Spare change for

the needy kids?

Oh, thank you, sir.

Mad props on that one.

(to LIZZIE)

Hey. So, how are you going

to make this work?

LIZZIE

Simple.

I'm going to wait here

until my dad comes

with the extra key.

MIRANDA

Well, what if you see

someone you know?

LIZZIE

Plan "B."

( Matt grunts )

MIRANDA

Lizzie, Lizzie,

Plan "B, Plan "B"!

ETHAN

Uh, Lizzie, glad

you could make it.

LIZZIE

Hi, Ethan.

How's the... putting?

ETHAN

I start in a couple of minutes.

ETHAN

You want some popcorn?

LIZZIE

Oh, no, thanks.

I had a really big lunch so...

ETHAN (to MIRANDA)

You want some?

LIZZIE

(as MATT is force feeding her popcorn)

( moans )

ETHAN

Take all you want.

I have plenty.

LIZZIE

Mm, no...

MIRANDA

Um... she really loves popcorn

but she's allergic,

so she can't have any.

( creaking )

LIZZIE

( muffled ):

Good popcorn.

Was good popcorn.

MR ESCOBAR

Ethan.

In the tournament?

Bonne chance.

That's French for...

Oh, never mind.

Miranda? Lizzie?

Could you give me a hand

hanging a banner?

LIZZIE

Um, I-I'm really sorry,

I'm really busy though.

MR ESCOBAR

Lizzie, I find it very vexing

that you don't show

more initiative.

TOON LIZZIE

I'd like to see you do that

handcuffed

to your little brother.

MIRANDA

That's okay,

Mr. Escobar.

I'm sure you and I

can get the banner hung.

MR ESCOBAR

Attagirl.

MIRANDA

(to LIZZIE)

Good luck.

LIZZIE

( under breath ):

Yeah...

( loud click )

( creaking )

LIZZIE

So, you think you'll

win the tournament?

ETHAN

I hope so.

I love helping kids out.

The thing is, my dad

was out of work for

a couple years

when I was little,

so I really know

what it's like

to not have a lot.

LIZZIE

Uh-huh.

ETHAN

Are you okay?

LIZZIE

Um... fi... just fine.

Um...

( splash, grunt )

LIZZIE

Um, just...

just a little nervous

from all this excitement.

So, I-I think

I better stay in here

for a little while,

and then I'll come out

and watch you golf, okay?

ETHAN

Yeah. Okay.

See you there.

KATE

Ethan, I brought you

a bottle of water

in case it gets hot outside.

ETHAN

Thanks, I got

some mean competition

out there.

KATE

Do you mean if I watch?

ETHAN

No problem.

( smug chuckle )

MATT

( grunts )

LIZZIE

Wha...?

MATT

Cool pictures.

( giggles )

LIZZIE

Come on.

MATT

( yells )

JO

Oh, thank you.

Every bit helps.

Who wears these?

( phone rings )

SAM

Hello?

JO

Hey, honey, we're here.

SAM

Hi. When would you like me

to "find" the key?

JO

Oh, I'd give it a couple hours.

You got a free day at home.

( crowd cheers )

SAM

Well, whatever.

Um, so, how are they doing?

JO

Um...

LIZZIE

Oh.

Oh!

Matt...

JO

Uh, I'd say they still have

some things to work out.

( mambo music plays )

MATT

You should see me

on the Cyborg Battalion.

I own that game.

Actually, I don't want to play.

I don't like that kid.

LIZZIE

Why? What's wrong with him?

MATT

Mm, nothing.

He's just always telling

stupid jokes

and I get tired

of pretending to laugh.

Come on,

let's go watch the golf.

LIZZIE

No!

I can't.

I just told Ethan

that I have to stay in here

for a while.

If I go out there, he'll think

I'm a complete baboon.

MATT

Trust me, there's a million

other reasons for him to think

you're "a complete baboon."

LIZZIE

( scoffs )

( doorbell rings )

SAM

Whoa!

( yells )

Keep the change.

Yeah, the game...

No.

( crowd cheering )

Yeah.

( in singsong ):

Here we go, football.

Here we go, football.

COMMENTATOR

...and here's the kick-off.

( crowd cheering )

( muffled commentary )

GORDO

( over loudspeaker ):

Ethan Craft lines up his putt

on the par four third--

a 17-yard, dogleg left

with some serious trouble

in the form

of a bending horseshoe shape.

Say, now's a great time to enjoy

an ice-cold cherry slush

or zesty

South-Of-The-Border nachos.

"Cinco de Mayoh-my,

they're good!"

real cheese, 50 cents extra.

( applause )

( boinks )

LIZZIE

Wha...?

Matt, why is that

bad-joke kid

throwing food at you?

What did you do to him?

MATT

I didn't do anything

to him.

LIZZIE

Oh, so he's just

doing it 'cause

he feels like it?

Picking on you

for no reason?

Oh, my gosh.

He really does

pick on you?

MATT

Yeah. So?

LIZZIE

So, nothing.

I just couldn't think

of any reason

why anyone would want to pick

on a great kid like you.

Maybe it's 'cause

you go around

handcuffing people!

Come on, let's go

to the next hole.

MIRANDA

Maybe you don't hear so good!

Charity!

You know what that means?!

Hey, don't be walking

away from me!

* Debba-debba, dep *

* Debba-debba, dep, dep, dah *

* Debba-debba, dep *

* Everybody *

* Debba-debba, dep, dep, dah *

* Debba-debba, dep *

* One plus one is two *

* Everybody knows that *

* You're my-my-my-my number one *

* And not my-my-my-my number five *

* So please, baby, please, baby *

* Please, baby, come *

* Please, baby, come *

* And get into my life *

* Baby, show me one plus one is two... *

( whoosh )

GORDO

Man, this is dull.

Ethan Craft draws back

his flat stick

and rolls his rock.

It's online, but...

but what's this?!

King Tut's mummy

has suddenly come alive

and is stalking the gallery

tearing the heads off

of innocent spectators!

And now the Mir Space Station

is falling out of the sky.

Oh, the humanity!

Mercy! A-A piece of debris

is heading right at me and I...!

( choking )

LIZZIE

I am not in the mood!

I've got a teacher

who thinks I'm lazy!

I've got Kate Sanders

sniffing around a guy I like!

I've got a stress pimple

on my neck the size

of a hockey puck

and I've got 70 pounds

of useless fat

chained to my wrist!

So unless you want me

to force-feed you

a set of golf clubs, I'd suggest

you get out of my face!

And I mean it

now, you rathead,

weasel-eyed punk!

MATT

( chuckles )

LIZZIE

( lion roars )

Come on!

MATT

Thanks.

LIZZIE

I didn't do it for you.

I did it because

no one gets to beat

up on you but me.

MATT

Well, it was still

kind of nice

in a twisted kind of way.

LIZZIE

Well, I didn't need

one more thing

messing up my day.

MATT

I guess you do kind of have

a lot of things going on.

LIZZIE

Tell me about it.

MATT

I didn't think

it'd be so difficult

being a teenager.

LIZZIE

Oh, just wait

till you find out

about peer pressure

and hygiene products

and when Mom starts having

"important" talks with you.

MATT

Sorry about

the handcuffs thing.

If I had to spend the day

with a dopey sister

I'm glad it was you.

LIZZIE

Thanks. If I had

to spend the day

with a dork-head brother

you probably weren't

the worst one.

KATE

Hi, Lizzie.

( giggling )

It's true.

You are wearing your brother

as a charm bracelet.

Interesting fashion choice.

You know, you missed

Ethan's hole-in-one.

Luckily, I was there

to cheer for him.

I've got to get

back there.

He relies on my support.

( gliding whistle )

MATT

I don't like her.

LIZZIE

Me, neither.

MATT

I've got an idea.

Hey, Kate.

Want a macadamia nut?

KATE

Um...

MATT

They're from Hawaii,

and Ethan loves them.

KATE

Okay, give me those.

( yelling )

( Kate screaming )

LIZZIE / MATT

( laughing )

TOON LIZZIE

Finally! There's a reason

for Matt's existence.

( splashing )

LIZZIE

Oh! Come on, let's

get out of here.

SAM

Hey, kids!

I got the key.

( 2001: A Space Odyssey )

( theme plays )

( rocketing whoosh )

( air-lock door hiss )

LIZZIE

Yes!

So, how'd the

clothing drive go?

JO

Oh, it went well

and if there are any kids who

weigh 400 pounds who are needy

then they'll be extremely

well dressed.

ETHAN

Yo, Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Hi, Ethan.

SAM

That's Ethan Craft?

JO

Yeah.

LIZZIE

So, I heard you won.

That's great.

ETHAN

Thanks, but I heard

you spent the whole day

with your cool little brother.

I love that little guy.

Listen,

a whole bunch of us

are going down for pizza.

You want to come?

Lizzie?

LIZZIE

Um, you know what?

You guys go ahead.

I've got a needy

little kid

I got to take care of.

Heywood!

( kettledrum pounds )

LIZZIE

You're roadkill!

( fast, pattering footsteps )

HEYWOOD

Help me! Don't leave me here!

Come on, help me!

Help, please! Someone!

Anyone, help me!

Please, help me!

Come on, help me!

Someone, anyone, please!

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

WOMAN

Mark.

MAN

Okay, cut it.

KATE

( whimpering )

SAM

Put Matt down,

and step away from your brother.

Sorry!

( laughing )

SAM

I would cut.

( laughing )

( babbling )

TOON LIZZIE

See? Send an amateur...

Did anyone order a rabbit?

LIZZIE

That's it.

( giggling )

That's it!

( both laugh )

MAN

Action.

LIZZIE

That's it.

I'm telling

Mom and...

( laughing )

Okay, do we have a line

anywhere?

MATT

What's going on?

LIZZIE McGUIRE
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LIZZIE

I hope they show

the one where

the zombies wake up,

take over the

radio station

and play bad

disco music.

MIRANDA

Or the one

where those newlyweds realize

that their honeymoon

is actually a horrormoon.

LIZZIE

This scary movie marathon rocks.

Gordo doesn't know

what he's missing.

MIRANDA

Yeah, he must like his dad a lot

'cause he didn't seem too bummed

to have to spend some time

bonding with him.

LIZZIE

Last time me and my dad "bonded"

I got stung by a bee.

MIRANDA

Oh, yeah?

Well, the last time

my dad and I bonded

I almost broke my toe.

Dad!

Yup, I think it's much safer

stayin at home

and getting scared

out of our brains.

Correct me

if I'm wrong

but are Gordo's dad

and Brooke Baker

the same person?

LIZZIE

Huh?

He and his dad must

have rescheduled.

He obviously came here

looking for us.

MIRANDA

He doesn't look like

he's looking for us.

He looks like he's on a...

I can't even say it.

LIZZIE

Say what?

MIRANDA

Look at them.

( buzzing )

Private table,

away from the crowd

sitting close...

Gordo even looks like

he brushed his hair.

LIZZIE

So?

MIRANDA

So?!

LIZZIE

Oh, please! You don't think

they're on a date, do you?

No way!

It's Gordo, remember?

We're his best friends.

He would have mentioned it.

Come on.

Let's go get him.

( tires squeal )

( shrill whistle )

GORDO

( loud kiss )

( pop )

LIZZIE

( gasp )

Or...

maybe we should go.

MIRANDA

Gordo just kissed someone.

I'm not sure, but I think

I just lost my appetite.

TOON LIZZIE

Gordo's got a girlfriend?

( boing, whistle, thud )

And I thought the movie marathon

was going to be scary.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

SAM

It's awfully quiet.

JO

I know, one of them

must have done

something.

SAM

I'll take Matt;

Lizzie's yours.

JO

Deal.

SAM

Okay.

JO

Here's your lunch, sweetie.

LIZZIE

Thanks, Mom.

JO

I cut off the crusts

like you like.

LIZZIE

Great.

JO

And I put an extra snack

in there, too.

LIZZIE

Great.

JO

Okay, what happened?

TOON LIZZIE

( inhaling deeply ):

Well, Gordo lied to me,

went on a date

then kissed a girl

without mentioning any of it

to me.

LIZZIE

Nothing. Really.

JO

Nothing?

Mm...

Everything's okay at school...

with your friends...?

LIZZIE

Yeah. Fine.

JO

Hm...

SAM

Watch the pro.

Hiya, Matt.

MATT

Hiya, Dad.

SAM / MATT

( both slurping )

MATT

What's going on?

SAM

Nothing.

How about with you?

MATT

Well, I think I have

a science test today

but I'm not entirely sure.

I kicked

our social studies globe

last week by accident

and now I

have to work

in the cafeteria

to help pay for a new one.

And I totally don't know

what's going on in math.

SAM

You got a lot

on your plate, son.

MATT

Yep.

SAM

How about I help you

with your homework after school?

MATT

Cool.

SAM

Cool.

( sliding whistle )

GORDO

So, how was

the scary movie marathon?

LIZZIE

Mm... scary.

GORDO

Oh. My dad and I

got home too late to watch it.

LIZZIE

Really?

What'd you end up

doing instead?

GORDO

Uh, we went

to a book signing.

The guy who wrote it

spent six months

walking across the Himalayas.

He started out with nothing

but a pair of shoes

and a candy bar.

TOON LIZZIE

If I didn't know any better,

I'd believe him.

That's so Gordo.

He'd get in "A" in lying.

LIZZIE

Sounds interesting.

Who's it from?

GORDO

Um, Lizzie, you seem to have

everything under control.

Uh, I-I'll be right back.

LIZZIE

Gordo, you cannot

just leave me

with this... dead octopus.

GORDO

Look

all you have to do is

keep slicing. Don't worry.

If you make a mistake,

there's seven more legs.

LIZZIE

Gordo, Gordo,

you've my lab partner!

You cannot just leave me!

( gurgling grunts )

( gasps )

TOON LIZZIE

Hello.

Hi, there.

Hey, I'm your best friend,

remember?

Over here!

Ah, crud.

It's useless.

LIZZIE

Ooh!

MIRANDA

Gordo walked away

from a science project?

LIZZIE

After he got a note.

MIRANDA

Gordo got a note?!

LIZZIE

He still hasn't mentioned

his date the other night.

MIRANDA

Gordo had a date?!

LIZZIE

Calm down, Miranda.

You were there.

MIRANDA

Uh, sorry. This whole thing

is rocking my world.

I mean, Gordo and Brooke

are definitely an item.

People are talking.

LIZZIE

About Gordo?

TOON LIZZIE

I feel like I'm in a dream

where everyone wants

to kiss my frog.

( kissing, croaking )

LIZZIE

See, here's the part that

gets me all confucius:

not that Gordo has

a girlfriend...

but that Gordo is

somebody's boyfriend.

MIRANDA

Ooh.( gasps )

LIZZIE

I know.

Very hard to imagine.

( continued doorbell ringing

and buzzing )

MIRANDA

I guess

if you live long enough

anything can happen.

GORDO

Hey, guys,

I just wanted to tell you

that I'm not going to be

eating lunch with you today.

LIZZIE

Hmm...

interesting.

GORDO

Yeah, it's just that

I promised a friend

that I'd help out

with some homework.

MIRANDA

A friend, huh?

GORDO

Yeah, so I'll see

you guys later.

MIRANDA

Does he honestly

think we don't know?!

We saw them kissing!

LIZZIE

Maybe they were just

talking really close.

MIRANDA

That wasn't talking.

LIZZIE

Maybe she had a smudge

on her mouth or something.

MIRANDA

That he was trying to get off

with his lips?!

LIZZIE

Listen, Miranda

I'm just looking

out for him, okay?

Gordo is "H&H" with Brooke.

If there's any possibility

that Gordo's

going to get hurt

we've got to stop it.

( gliding whistle )

SAM

Okay, Matt.

Each row has got

ten gumballs in it.

That represents

a hundred percent.

Now, if we take away

four gumballs--

the four white ones--

what percentage of gumballs

are missing?

MATT

40, right?

SAM

Right! Good job.

I knew that using gumballs

as a visual aid would help.

Don't eat your homework

and help me

take out the trash.

MATT

Um, I don't think so.

( tires screeching )

SAM

Excuse me?

MATT

Dad, I bet there's a 100% chance

that you're going to ask me

to take out the garbage again.

SAM

So?

MATT

So, if I'm right,

I'm not doing it.

And if I'm wrong, I will.

SAM

Matt, I'm going to ask you

one more time

help me take out the garbage.

MATT

Man, this percentage stuff

is easy.

I'll be in my room.

Thanks again, Dad.

( fluttering tones )

LIZZIE

Next,

you'll be meeting someone

and keeping it

behind my back.

I won't even know

until I see you with him...

kissing!

And soon you'll be ditching me

for him

at every single turn!

( dramatic organ music plays )

LIZZIE

I'll be alone... all alone. Oh!

MIRANDA

( record scratches )

Not going to happen.

LIZZIE

( chuckles )

It might, one day.

MIRANDA

Are you kidding?!

You'll know all the deets.

LIZZIE

I guess it's too late to have

this conversation with Gordo.

Now he's with someone

who's completely wrong for him.

MIRANDA

Maybe Brooke really likes Gordo.

I mean, sure,

he's a little different

but...

that's why I like him.

LIZZIE

You like Gordo?

MIRANDA

No! I don't like him like him.

You know what I mean!

Wait, do you like Gordo?

TOON LIZZIE

( hearty laughter )

LIZZIE

No!

At least I don't think so.

TOON LIZZIE

( laughing )

No!

LIZZIE

Of course I don't like Gordo!

Gross!

MIRANDA

Just asking.

GORDO

Hey, I'm glad

you guys are here.

I wanted

to tell you something.

LIZZIE

We wanted

to tell you something, too.

And there's no easy way

to say this, but, uh...

...we know

about you and Brooke.

GORDO

Oh, that's exactly what

I wanted to tell you guys.

LIZZIE

We kind of

saw you two together

and

don't take this the wrong way

but, um...

you ever thought that maybe

she's using you?

GORDO

Is there a "right way"

to take that?

LIZZIE

You bailed on me in science

then at lunch to help her

with her homework

a-and I know

I saw you two kissing...

MIRANDA

I'm still trying to

cleanse the memory.

GORDO

You guys saw us here

the other night?

LIZZIE

We're best friends!

I can't believe

you haven't mentioned her.

Not once.

GORDO

Well, I'm sorry if I wanted

to keep something

in my life private.

LIZZIE

We're just trying

to help you, Gordo.

We're protecting you.

We don't want you to get hurt.

GORDO

By telling me she's using me?!

Why, 'cause a girl

like Brooke could never like

a guy like me?

Well, guess what, she does.

MIRANDA

It's just that

it's Brooke Baker.

I mean,

she's friends with Claire.

That's all we're saying.

GORDO

She's also friends with me.

In fact,

we're more than friends.

Funny, I came here

to tell you guys

how happy I am,

thinking you'd be glad for me.

I guess that's just too much

to expect

from my best friends.

See you around.

LIZZIE

Gordo, wait!

MIRANDA

Why do I have the

feeling that...

Gordo just broke up with us?

LIZZIE

'Cause he did.

MATT

Okay, Lanny, this is

how it's going to work.

Every time

I guess right

I'll take one percent

of all the candy here.

And every time

I guess wrong...

I'll take one percent

of all the candy here.

( sighs )

Oh, here she

comes. Okay...

I'll bet you

all the candy here

that Lizzie starts

yelling at me.

( poing! )

LIZZIE

Ow!

Matt, I thought...

I told you that between

the hours of 12:00 noon

and 12:00 noon

you're supposed to ignore me.

MATT

But you never said

I couldn't throw

things at you.

LIZZIE

( groaning ):

Oh!

( sighs )

MATT

Hey, that's a

great idea, Lanny!

We'll play odds and

percentages at school.

But...

with other people's candy.

Sweet!

LIZZIE

This is the longest

I've ever gone

without talking to Gordo

since he deliberately smooshed

my brownie in the third grade.

MIRANDA

How long did your

fight last then?

LIZZIE

Till the bus ride home.

MIRANDA

Well, maybe...

this is what happens

when your best

friend's a boy.

Things get complicated.

LIZZIE

I guess I just miss him.

MIRANDA

You can try talking to him.

I hear he waits for Brooke

at her locker between classes.

LIZZIE

Gordo waits at her locker?!

MIRANDA

He's in a relationship now.

It's sort of required.

CLAIRE

Tomorrow night? Cooly?

But first I have to

help Brooke get ready

for her hot date.

It's at the

Holy Rigatoni.

Isn't that romantic?

LIZZIE

A hot date?!

MIRANDA

Gordo's her boyfriend.

Wrap your mind around it.

LIZZIE

Hot date and Gordo are never...

used in the same sentence.

Especially by Claire.

Brooke's date is obviously

with someone else.

LIZZIE

So Gordo, I'm really sorry

about what I said.

And I've decided to be totally

supportive of you and Brooke.

GORDO

You have?

LIZZIE

Yes, because it seems

you really like each other.

And I'm sure...

when you two are together,

it's very... cool.

MIRANDA

Only not cool.

More on the warmish side?

LIZZIE

Even warmer than warm.

GORDO

What's warmer than warm?

What are you guys talking about?

BROOKE

David, hurry!

We're going to be

late for science!

GORDO

Hmm. I got to go.

MIRANDA

There. Are you

happy now?

LIZZIE

No, Miranda, I'm not.

Gordo had no clue

about this hot date.

MIRANDA

Well, I wouldn't

either

with the way that

conversation was going.

LIZZIE

I was right.

Brooke is two-timing Gordo.

This is going

to totally destroy him.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, unless you actually go

to the Holy Rigatoni

spy on Brooke and get pictures

of her date

then you have nothing.

LIZZIE

That's it! We'll spy!

We'll do it for Gordo.

Ooh, brilliant idea, Miranda.

Neat.

MIRANDA

Uh, that's not what I meant.

And we are not spying.

LIZZIE

Yes, we are.

Come on.

( Italian music plays )

LIZZIE

Come on, Miranda!

MIRANDA

Why am I the one

dressed like a boy?

LIZZIE

Because your

voice is deeper.

Besides, you know,

this was your idea.

MIRANDA

No, it wasn't.

And I'm having

a really big problem, Lizzie.

I have to go to the bathroom.

LIZZIE

So... go.

MIRANDA

Yeah. Which one?

LIZZIE

Ooh!

I see your problem.

MIRANDA

Oh, there's Brooke.

There's Brooke, go!

LIZZIE

I can't tell...

who she's with.

Wait, he's getting up.

MIRANDA

Who?

LIZZIE

Her date!

He's going to the men's room.

Go follow him!

MIRANDA

In there?!

LIZZIE

You said you had to go.

So go.

MIRANDA

I can't go in there.

They have those

weird fountain

thingies on the wall.

LIZZIE

Just... go.

MATT

All I'm saying is...

there's a one out of five chance

Mr. Bradwell's going

to be wearing

his beers of the world tie

on Monday.

JOEL

Uh-huh.

MATT

You're either in on the action

or you're not.

JOEL

I'm in. I'm in.

MATT (to LANNY)

Put Joel down

for two printed

packs on Broadwell.

( phone rings )

MATT

Hmm, another call.

Hello.

BINDER

What's on tomorrow?

MATT

Yeah, dodge ball game's

tomorrow at 2:00.

Odds are two to one

that blue's going

to crush yellow.

BINDER

I'll take yellow.

MATT

Throw your knee pads in

with the helmet

and you got yourself a deal.

BINDER

Set my helmet on yellow.

MATT

Put Binder down on yellow.

( phone rings )

MATT

Hmm. Another call.

How are we doing, Lanny?

Other people's candy!

Yo, talk to me.

MIRANDA

We've got to get out of here.

LIZZIE

Why?

MIRANDA

( gasps )

Come on, come on, come on,

let's go.

HOST

Oh.

Hey.

Oh.

Thanks for waiting.

Your table's ready.

LIZZIE

Oh. We're not staying.

Thanks.

HOST

Sure you are.

First dates make me nervous,

too.

Cute couple.

MIRANDA

What do we do?

LIZZIE

Oh! Here.

Thanks, guys.

HOST

Right this way.

Everything bellissimo?

Enjoying your meal?

Okay, good.

While you wait...

for your server,

may I suggest an appetizer?

I'd recommend our ooey gooey...

extra chewy

mozzarella marina...

madness, or our large

and in charge artichoke barge

with perfect parmesan puffs.

LIZZIE

Uh... yes.

MIRANDA

Fine, yeah.

LIZZIE

We could have made

a run for it, Miranda.

MIRANDA

No, we couldn't.

Gordo is right there.

He would have seen us.

What are we going to do?

LIZZIE

What are we going to do?

We're going

to sit here

and wait for the food

that we ordered.

We do have to pay

for it, you know.

( sighs )

MIRANDA

Ooh!

BROOKE

I really like this restaurant.

GORDO

Yeah, me too.

Um, you got a little...

BROOKE

I also...

really like being here with you.

I wish we'd spend

more time together.

GORDO

Oh, we're together now.

Uh, there's a...

BROOKE

More time together would be

awesome.

GORDO

Cheese...

Well, I-I mean...

we're together

in between classes.

We're together during classes.

We're generally together

after school.

Unless I transferred

into all of your classes...

I...

BROOKE

Could you?

I mean...

it's not too late

in the semester?

LIZZIE

Fine. I was wrong.

Gordo is her hot date.

MIRANDA

Thank you.

Now we can go.

LIZZIE

( sighs )

This should cover

for the food.

Come on.

They're talking.

They won't

see us leave.

MIRANDA

Wait.

Whose idea was it

to come here really?

LIZZIE

Fine. Mine.

Whatever. Come on.

Let's go.

( screaming )

( slide whistle )

( dishes breaking )

LIZZIE

Ooh, sorry.

BROOKE

Hey, isn't that...

Lizzie? Her date looks

a lot like Miranda.

GORDO

That's because

it is Miranda.

LIZZIE

Oh.

We're really sorry.

Um...

my friend's not

feeling very well...

and I've got this thing

I've got to go to.

TOON LIZZIE

If I just keep talking,

no one will notice

that I've ruined Gordo's date...

and that I'm wearing

everybody's dinner.

LIZZIE

Boy, this place

is crowded.

You guys sell a lot

of those artichoke

barges here, huh?

HOST

Are you done yet?

GORDO

No. They can't be done.

They have the rest

of my life

to destroy.

This is just one night of it.

Come on, Brooke.

TOON LIZZIE

Gordo's right.

I've done permanent damage here.

As permanent as this spaghetti

is stuck in my hair.

( creaking )

Ow!

HOST

Well?

MIRANDA

Oh, way too much garlic.

Guess we'll take this stuff

to go.

Ha, ha.

JO

"Four-point spread

on second-period soccer game."

"Kids who owe me stuff."

"Scotty: pack of gum."

"Kim: clean my scooter."

MATT:

Let's put this stuff...

over here, Lanny.

Oh.

( laughs )

Hi, Mom.

JO

Hey, Matt.

I found your book.

MATT

So, I did leave it at home.

I mean, um...

that's not mine.

JO

Care to explain this to me?

MATT

Um...

not really.

JO

Have you boys been gambling?

( guns and arrows firing )

MATT

I love you, Mommy!

JO

Oh, my...

Matt, Matt!

Talk to me.

I am waiting.

MATT

Well, you see...

it all started

with this percentage stuff

we were learning in school.

I wasn't really

getting it...

so Dad explained it

in a way that...

JO

Matt!

Don't blame this on your father.

I mean, I know he can...

be a little...

No. Never mind. Go on. Go on.

MATT

So then I helped explain it

to everyone else

and the next thing you know,

people were so...

thankful for my help,

they started giving me...

all this stuff.

JO

Well, that's a very nice...

story, honey...

but I'm not buying it.

MATT

But, Mom...

I'm providing a service

to the people.

JO

A service?

Honey... you're lying,

cheating and gambling.

MATT

Okay, so maybe I did lie.

And sure--

you can throw in gambling.

But, I...

Matt McGuire, am not a cheater.

JO

Well, good.

Then you'll be very fair

when you return all these gifts

everybody gave you.

MATT

If you say so.

JO

Oh, I say so.

Honey, this is a zero-spread

situation.

And you are 100% busted.

I think you understand me.

Return the puppy.

( whining )

Sorry.

Don't go there.

MIRANDA

If I never see another

meatball again

I'll be happy.

Do you know how

long it took me

to wash the smell of

garlic off of my hair?

LIZZIE

I guess it's just

the two of us now.

No more Gordo.

MIRANDA

No more Gordo.

LIZZIE

No more long lectures

about how we care too much

about what other people think

about us.

MIRANDA

No more useless information

about stuff we never even cared

about in the first place.

( laughs )

LIZZIE

No more packs of cupcakes

to share.

MIRANDA

No more cupcakes...

Wait! Why not?

LIZZIE

Because they come in packs

of threes.

There's only two of us now.

MIRANDA

Hmm.

LIZZIE

I guess we could split

the third one.

No.

It still wouldn't be the same.

GORDO

Hey.

LIZZIE

Hi.

MIRANDA

What are you

doing here?

LIZZIE

Not that we don't want you here.

GORDO

I guess I just didn't say

everything to you

that I wanted to last night.

MIRANDA

Oh.

GORDO

Honestly, I can't believe

you guys would go so far

as to spy on me and Brooke.

That's just...

really, really low.

(to LIZZIE)

Especially for you.

LIZZIE

It was Miranda's idea.

MIRANDA

Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Hmm.

GORDO

And I also can't believe

that you guys spied on me.

LIZZIE

You just said that, Gordo.

GORDO

I know.

On the one hand,

I'm really insulted.

But on the other...

I realize that you guys did it

because you care a lot about me.

MIRANDA

Yeah.

That's the one.

GORDO

Well, for your information,

Brooke and I broke up.

LIZZIE

What?!

Is it because

of what we did last night?

Gordo, I'm really sorry.

And-and you've got

to get her back.

If she won't listen to you,

I'll try talking to her.

GORDO

Wait, wait.

I broke up with her.

In a lot...

of ways, Brooke's really great.

She's smart.

MIRANDA

(to LIZZIE)

Told you.

GORDO

She smells good,

she's easy to be around.

LIZZIE

So, what's the problem?

GORDO

It's kind of conceptual.

But I guess I just like

the idea of having a girlfriend

a lot better

than actually having one.

MIRANDA

Yup.

He's back.

GORDO

Look...

the kissing was cool

and getting notes

was kind of fun.

LIZZIE

( laughter )

MIRANDA

Ugh! I said it once,

and I'll say it again.

It wasn't my idea.

LIZZIE

( laughter )

So Gordo...

One thing

that you haven't told us.

GORDO

What?

LIZZIE

How was the lip lock?

GORDO

I'm sorry.

I don't kiss and tell.

MIRANDA

Ugh!

LIZZIE

Ugh!

MIRANDA

Come on, spill.

GORDO

I'm not going to do it.

LIZZIE

Dish, dude.

( kissing noises )

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

MIRANDA

Mark. Shut-up.

MATT

I get confused

with the two.

LANNY

( bleats )

Settle down and Hilary,

remember, nonchalant.

MIRANDA

Did you eat that?

LIZZIE

Whoa! I'm getting

a hole in my thing.

GORDO

Don't you have two gloves?

LIZZIE

What if it

leaks through?

I don't think

I want to eat lunch.

His little eyes

are looking at me.

DIRECTOR:

Hilary...

GORDO

Hi, Hilary.

LIZZIE

( groans )

GORDO

Kiss me.

GORDO

Don't worry.

There are seven more legs.

Keep rolling.

LIZZIE

Gordo, you cannot

just leave me

with a dead octopus.

( laughing )

TOON LIZZIE

Well, Gordo lied to me,

went on a date.

Whoa!

Makeup! Wardrobe! Mommy!

LIZZIE McGUIRE

"Rated Aargh"

Production Code 121

( romantic music playing )

TOON LIZZIE

The best part of this is

it's not a dream.

TOON LIZZIE

Kiss me, you fool.

Mint! Mint!

MIRANDA

You're going

to be okay, Lizzie.

It was only CPR class.

It's not like Tudgeman

actually kissed you.

BOY

Hey, Lizzie, I heard

that you kissed Tudgeman.

So where are you

two going

on your honeymoon?

( chortles )

LIZZIE

Why does Ethan Craft

have to be so dumb?

Squeeze and blow,

it's not that hard.

MIRANDA

Maybe he has

a lot on his mind.

LIZZIE

Why do we have to learn

mouth-to-mouth

and the Heimlich maneuver,

anyway?

It's not like I plan

on being a lifeguard.

MIRANDA

What do we ever learn here

that's useful?

LIZZIE

How to make Mock Apple Pie

out of Saltine crackers.

MIRANDA

Mm-hmm.

GORDO

It's official.

We're the only three kids

in this school

who haven't seen

Vesuvius, The Eruption.

MIRANDA

Duh, 'cause it's

rated "R."

LIZZIE

Besides, Gordo,

since when do you care

what other people do?

GORDO

I don't. I just want

to see the movie.

An entire ancient city

destroyed by lava and...

MIRANDA

And Ben Affleck in

a doomed love affair.

LIZZIE

I know.

You're right.

It's, like,

the best movie ever made.

Why does it have

to be rated "R"?

GORDO

Because of adult situations,

mild violence and brief nudity.

LIZZIE

This is so unfair.

I mean, if I can handle

mouth-to-mouth

with Larry Tudgeman...

I think I can handle

Vesuvius, The Eruption.

GORDO

You locked lips

with Larry Tudgeman?

LIZZIE

Health class.

It was required.

MIRANDA

Nothing good

ever happens

in health class.

LIZZIE

The movies they show

give us nightmares.

I cannot believe

they make us watch

a woman smoke

through her throat

but I can't see

Vesuvius, The Eruption.

GORDO

You know what?

You're absolutely right.

I say we go see it.

MIRANDA

I'm free Saturday

afternoon.

LIZZIE

Coolie. I'm in, too.

MIRANDA

Great. So we're

going to go see

an R-rated movie.

LIZZIE

It's about time.

I'm totally mature

enough to see an

R-rated movie.

GORDO

Absolutely.

MIRANDA

Great. So

let's do it.

LIZZIE

We'll just go.

GORDO

Great. So whose parents

are going to take us?

LIZZIE

Who are we kidding?

We're doomed.

There's no way

our parents are

going to let us go.

GORDO

Of course not,

if that's

our attitude

when we ask them.

LIZZIE

Why bother asking?

My mom won't let me

wear tops that show my stomach.

She'll never let me see

an R-rated movie.

GORDO

Fine, let's not try.

Let's just spend

the next four years

of our lives

watching movies about talking

animals and cartoon elves

and call ourselves happy.

MIRANDA

I don't think I can stand

one more talking pig movie.

LIZZIE

Okay, we'll try.

GORDO

Good, we can do this.

We just need to handle it

in the right way.

MIRANDA

And make sure we're on

the same page.

LIZZIE

Maybe I should write this down.

LIZZIE

( clears throat )

Mom, Dad, I've been reading

the reviews on this new movie

Vesuvius, The Eruption.

MIRANDA

It turns out there's a lot of

historical information in it...

GORDO

so it would be beneficial

for me on lots of levels...

LIZZIE

because the emotional issues

involved

in Ben Affleck's

forbidden love...

MIRANDA

with a peasant girl

not of his station...

GORDO

mirrors certain

socioeconomic issues...

LIZZIE

in our own society today...

MIRANDA

and even though

it's rated "R"...

GORDO

it's not that inappropriate

for kids my age to see it...

LIZZIE

and all the other kids at school

have seen it...

MIRANDA

and it's all

anybody ever talks about.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA / GORDO

So, can I see it?

SAM / JO

No.

JO

Lizzie is way too young

to see an R-rated movie.

SAM

Sounds like a cool movie,

though.

Maybe we should

go see it.

What? We're over 17.

MATT

Mom, Dad, Mrs. McNamara is

so excited you're building

a booth for the

school carnival!

SAM

We are?

JO

I thought we were

blowing up balloons.

MATT

No, I volunteered you guys

to build a booth

and I want you guys

to make something really cool.

JO

Oh, honey, last time we did

something cool

your dad got

his eyebrows burned off.

SAM

They grew back

sort of funny, too.

JO

No, I like your new eyebrows.

MATT

But Jeff Thompson

and his parents

are building

a dunk tank.

JO

Wait a minute.

Jeff Thompson...

isn't he the one

with the mother

whose cookies always

come in first at the bake sale?

MATT

Yeah, but I guess we could

just blow up balloons.

It'll be... fun.

JO

No, no, no.

We can build a booth.

What do you have in mind?

MATT

Okay, so people

come up to the booth

and stand up against

a wall with an apple

on their head.

JO

I don't see the game here,

honey.

MATT

Then Dad shoots the apple off

their head with a flaming arrow.

SAM

Very William Tell.

Historical. I like it.

JO

Sam.

SAM

Fine. We shouldn't shoot flaming

arrows at peoples' heads, son.

MATT

But what if the arrow

isn't flaming?

SAM

Yeah.

JO

No.

MATT

But I want to do something

extreme.

JO

What have you got all over

your new cargo pants?

SAM

If you want

to do something extreme

let's just take it down a notch.

We could have milk

bottles lined up.

Instead of throwing baseballs,

we could throw Frisbees at 'em.

That'd be extreme.

MATT

Yeah, extremely lame.

JO

I have an idea.

How about we build

a Velcro wall?

MATT

A Velcro wall?

Talk to me.

JO

Well, people will pay

good money

to put on a Velcro suit

and go run and jump

and stick

to a Velcro wall.

MATT

You know, I like how she thinks.

SAM

That's why

I married her, son.

MATT

Yeah, Mom, you rock!

JO

It's true, I do.

SAM

Son, we've got

a wall to build.

MATT

Yes! We're

going to have

the coolest booth

in the carnival.

Yes, yes, yes, yes!

MIRANDA

Hey.

LIZZIE

Oh, hey.

I was thinking

since we can't go to the movies

this weekend

we should go

to Mount Rushmore Mini Golf.

MIRANDA

Miniature golf?

Is that the dorkiest thing

you can think of?

How about the Sci-Fi Convention?

LIZZIE

Hey, I like miniature golf, okay?

You're just still mad about

your fourth-grade birthday party

when I set the course record

for the windmill.

LARRY

I can't believe

I'm saying this

but Vesuvius is

actually better

than Star Wars.

BOY

I've seen it four times

and I still can't figure out

how they do that thing

with the lava.

LARRY

I'm not watching

the lava.

I'm watching

the slave girls.

BOY

Yeah!

LARRY

Ooh, Lizzie.

GORDO

Okay, new plan.

We tell our parents

we're going miniature golfing

when instead,

we go and see Vesuvius.

LIZZIE

Okay, so you're telling me

to lie to my parents?

GORDO

No, I'm asking you to make

a last-minute change in plans

in advance.

MIRANDA

That sounds reasonable to me.

LIZZIE

Okay, I'll try

but I don't think

it's going to work.

TOON LIZZIE

This is never going to work.

LIZZIE

Mom...

can I ask you something?

TOON LIZZIE

This is never going to work!

JO

Sure, sweetie. What's up?

LIZZIE

Uh, can I go play

miniature golf

with Gordo and Miranda

this weekend?

TOON LIZZIE

This is never going to work.

JO

Sure. That sounds fun.

TOON LIZZIE

What?

LIZZIE

Yes!

MIRANDA

We can't all

go up together.

LIZZIE

Why not?

MIRANDA

Because if they turn us

all down, we're dead.

GORDO

But if we go one at a time

we'll have three shots at this,

right?

Fine. I'll go first.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Good luck.

GORDO

Good afternoon.

My fiancee and her friend

are parking the car outside

and I was picking up

the tickets for them.

LIZZIE

Is the 1:30 show sold out yet?

MIRANDA

My college teacher's making me

write a paper on it.

GORDO

I tell you.

Boy, do I need this day off.

LIZZIE

If it is, the 4:00 show

would be okay, too.

GORDO

The boss is just busting my hump

down at the office.

MIRANDA

And working at a law firm

part-time is no picnic.

Um...

GORDO

Um...

LIZZIE

Um...

GORDO

Boy, do I...

MIRANDA

Hey...

LIZZIE

Oh, not sold out.

I guess I'll take

three tickets then.

GORDO

So if you could just...

LIZZIE

$7.50 each?

Isn't there,

like, an under-14 discount?

GORDO

( buzzer sounds )

MIRANDA

( buzzer sounds )

LIZZIE

( buzzer sounds )

D-ohh!

No luck.

GORDO

Okay, revised new plan.

If they're not going

to sell us any tickets

we'll just sneak in

through the back.

LIZZIE

Sneak in?

Isn't that like stealing?

GORDO

Yeah, but we're going

to give them

great word of mouth

so a lot more people

will see the movie.

In a way,

we're doing them a favor.

MIRANDA

Plus, we'll just buy

a bunch of stuff

at the concession stand.

I mean, that's

where they make

all their money, anyway.

LIZZIE

I guess that kind

of makes sense.

MIRANDA

It's my law school training.

GORDO

How can the fire

exit be locked?

I mean, that

can't be good.

MIRANDA

So what do we do now?

LIZZIE

I say we go home.

I mean, Vesuvius can wait.

GORDO

No, it can't.

MIRANDA

Ben Affleck, Lizzie,

Ben Affleck

sweating in clingy

Roman clothes.

GORDO

Okay, here's

what we do.

We wait for the current show

to let out

and then while everyone's

leaving the theater...

Talk like you just saw

the movie.

The critics are right.

Vesuvius explodes

off the screen.

MIRANDA

Another triumph

for Ben Affleck.

His love scenes

are hotter than lava.

Don't hail Caesar,

hail Oscar.

LIZZIE

I like the volcano.

TOON LIZZIE

What? I like volcanoes.

GORDO

Okay, we're in.

Everybody hide in the restroom

and meet back here

in five minutes.

LIZZIE

Okay.

MIRANDA

Right.

JO

How does it feel?

Is it snug?

MATT

Really comfortable.

I could wear this

all the time.

JO

Let's see if it

works first, okay?

MATT

Ladies and gentlemen

boys and girls,

children of all ages

prepare to be awestruck

by Velcro Boy

the Flying McGuire.

Can't get up.

JO

Sam, a little help

inside, please?

LIZZIE

I'll have a large popcorn

a root beer...

ooh, sour gummy worms

malted milk balls...

TOON LIZZIE

Okay. I didn't buy

an eight-dollar ticket

but I'm spending

17 bucks on popcorn.

GUY

Butter flavoring on the popcorn?

LIZZIE

Only if it costs extra.

MIRANDA

I can't believe

we're going to go see

an R-rated movie.

GORDO

Today, I'm a man.

JEREMY

( grunting )

DAVID

Jeremy.

Jer-Jeremy.

Jeremy's choking.

Come on, somebody get help.

GORDO

Oh, my gosh.

LIZZIE

Somebody do something!

MIRANDA

Lizzie, you've had

the CPR classes.

Help that guy.

TOON LIZZIE

Somebody besides me.

MIRANDA

Go.

GORDO

Go help that guy.

[ "Ride of the Valkyries" from Richard Wagner's opera Die Walkure (The Valkyrie) plays ]

[ JEREMY's spit out the candy and it flies into Miranda's drink ]

MIRANDA (to GORDO)

Hey, you want this?

DAVID

Thank you so much.

I told him to slow down

on the sour balls.

I'm just glad

you were here to save him.

LIZZIE

Wow. Something I learned

in school actually paid off.

MIRANDA

See, Lizzie--

if you hadn't lied

to your parents

and snuck

into an R-rated movie

that guy would have

choked to death.

JERENY

I love you, man.

LIZZIE

Right.

TOON LIZZIE

I'm a hero!

LIZZIE

Well, I learned

CPR in school

and I just reacted.

MIRANDA

And I told her

to save the guy.

GORDO

And I was onboard

with it right away.

REPORTER

So there you have it, a

real, live matinee hero.

From the

1:30 showing

of Vesuvius

I'm Cricket

Johanssen.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

( giggling )

LIZZIE

This is so cool, you guys.

We're going to be on TV.

TOON LIZZIE

This could be my big break.

Next, I'll be starring

opposite Ben Affleck

in Vesuvius II.

MIRANDA

We have to get home

and tape it.

LIZZIE

Oh, yeah.

GORDO

Um, Lizzie, Miranda--

we're going

to be on TV.

LIZZIE

Yeah, we know.

GORDO

We're going to be on TV

in the lobby

of the rated-R movie

that we snuck into

while all of our parents

thought we were playing

miniature golf.

LIZZIE

Oh.

TOON LIZZIE

Or, I could be starring

in Grounded Forever:

The Lizzie McGuire Story.

GORDO

We need to make sure

our parents don't

watch the news.

LIZZIE

This is so unfair.

I saved someone's life

and I'm going

to end up in trouble.

JO

And thank you also

for the free movie passes

and the gift certificate.

That's fantastic.

Okay. Thanks. Bye-bye.

SAM

Who was that, honey?

JO

It was the manager

from the Wilco Movie Theater.

Lizzie saved

someone's life down there.

A guy was choking

and she gave him

the Heimlich maneuver.

She saved his life.

SAM

You're kidding.

JO

No, it's going to be

on the 6:00 news

and everything.

SAM

Wow.

Our daughter, the hero.

Wait a second.

Did you say the Wilco Theater?

Isn't that where

Vesuvius is playing?

JO

Yeah, it is.

She told me

she was playing miniature golf.

SAM

Our daughter may be a hero,

but she's a lying hero.

( Matt yelling )

SAM

You might want to

wait till I put

the Velcro up, son.

MATT

Thanks for

the head's up, Dad.

( groaning )

GORDO

Okay, here's the plan.

LIZZIE

Yet another?

MIRANDA

How about a plan that

actually works this time?

GORDO

We prevent

your parents

from seeing the 6:00

news at all costs.

LIZZIE

That's not a plan,

that's a goal.

GORDO

Fine, a new goal, then.

MIRANDA

Well, maybe they won't

watch the news tonight.

Maybe they won't

see the interview

and this will

all go away.

LIZZIE

No, not going

to happen.

My parents never

miss the news.

My mom get all weepy

at the "Adopt a Pet" segment.

SAM

Hey, kids!

How was miniature golf?

LIZZIE

Um... great.

MIRANDA

Fun.

GORDO

Really good.

I had

the bright yellow ball.

JO

Who won?

MIRANDA

Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Gordo.

GORDO

Miranda.

LIZZIE

It was a tie.

MIRANDA

Yeah, we never

really understood

how that whole

scoring thing worked.

GORDO

Besides, we're

all winners here.

LIZZIE

Oh, yeah.

MIRANDA

Mm-mm.

JO

I'm so glad that you

guys had fun playing

miniature golf.

SAM

Hey, you know

we should play

miniature golf

more often.

JO

We should.

You know

maybe we should

go this weekend.

SAM

Yeah.

JO

Oh, you guys

just went.

LIZZIE

Oh. Oh, we'd go again.

You know what?

We would do it right now, even.

MIRANDA

Yeah, let's go right now.

GORDO

Right now. That's a great idea.

SAM

You know

I don't know.

I heard it might rain.

JO

Oh, I heard that, too.

You know, maybe we should

turn on the news

to hear what

the weather report is.

SAM

That's a great idea.

LIZZIE

No! No!

GORDO

They're always

wrong anyway.

Ah, we should just go.

I call shotgun.

MIRANDA

I call bright

yellow ball.

SAM

No, let's watch the news.

LIZZIE

No, wait!

JO

Sweetie, what's wrong?

LIZZIE

Uh... The-the sports guy.

He'll announce

who won the car races

and Gordo's

taping it at home

and he doesn't

want to know

who the winner is, right, Gordo?

GORDO

Yeah. I-I love car races.

SAM

Really, Gordo?

I had no idea

that you were a racing nut.

What are you into?

Nascar?

Formula One?

GORDO

All of them.

Nascar.

Formula One, Formula Two

nitro-powered

funny cars.

JO

Well, you know

what we can do.

We can turn off the

TV before the sports,

because they always

save that

for the end anyway.

SAM

Yeah.

[ LIZZIE drops the gnome lamp on the floor ]

LIZZIE

Oh!

SAM

Lizzie!

LIZZIE

I'm sorry.

I'm such a klutz.

SAM

I loved that lamp.

MIRANDA

We can... glue

it back together.

LIZZIE

Yeah. Everyone

help me pick

up the pieces.

JO

Kids, you can

leave that.

LIZZIE

No, no. Um, um...

This was Dad's

favorite lamp, Mom.

So, um, we're going

to have to go

into the kitchen, and...

pick it up

and glue it

back together.

All of us. Together.

JO

Honey.

Forget about the lamp.

SAM

Jo, I really did

like that lamp.

Why can't we fix it?

JO

Because we don't have time.

Because we have

to watch the news

to see if it's

going to rain.

See if we can play

miniature golf.

SAM

Right.

MIRANDA

But, you see

It's not

going to rain

because my big

toe always hurts

when it's

going to rain.

and right now

it feels great.

So we can go.

Come on, let's

move it on out.

JO

You know what?

I don't feel like playing

miniature golf anymore.

I feel like

going to the movies.

SAM

That is a great idea.

Huh?

GORDO

Yeah, there's this

talking dog flick out

that I really

want to catch.

It's seems that

his master has

been spending too much time

at the office

neglecting the

wife and the kids

and the talking

dog shows him the

error of his ways.

JO

You know what I really

want to see? Vesuvius.

SAM

Oh, yeah.

LIZZIE

But I thought

you said we

couldn't see that movie.

SAM

are mature enough

to enjoy that movie.

JO

And you can't

get in without us.

SAM

Right?

LIZZIE (to MIRANDA)

You think they know?

JO

SAM / JO

We know.

GORDO

So, uh, how busted are you?

LIZZIE

Busted like a gnome lamp.

You?

GORDO

Ah, ny parents are very

disappointed in me.

I hate it when

they're disappointed in me.

MIRANDA

My mom started

saying my name

like it was

all one word--

"Miranda-Isabella-Sanchez."

Ooh, I hate it

when that happens.

LIZZIE

GORDO

Parents are always

doing stuff like that.

It's their code.

MIRANDA

So, I'm grounded

for a week.

How about you guys?

GORDO

Two weeks,

and I have to write

a ten-page paper

on responsibility.

What about you, Lizzie?

LIZZIE

Grounded for a week

but since I did save

Mom's letting me go

to Matt's carnival tomorrow.

Six hours of peeling kids

off a Velcro wall.

JO

Honey! Time

to practice

for the carnival!

LIZZIE

Got to go.

GORDO

Bye.

MIRANDA

Bye.

SAM

Okay, Matt,

you ready?

MATT

Roger.

SAM

Okay, let her rip.

( whooping )

JO

It works!

SAM

Hey, all right

and it's not falling

over or anything.

LIZZIE

That is so cool.

Can I try?

JO

Sure.

SAM

Let me get your brother

off the wall first.

SAM

Yeah, it comes

off, too.

SAM

Oh, uh, hold on

a second, Lizzie.

LIZZIE

Oh, that was cool.

Dad, help me up

so I can go again.

Dad?

SAM

Jo... would you

peel our daughter

off the wall, please?

LIZZIE

Hello?

MAN

I want to talk

GORDO

Okay, here's

what we do.

We wait for the

and while everyone's

leaving the theater...

( girls laughing )

MAN

Let's cut.

LIZZIE McGUIRE

MATT

Helping people!

MATT

Mom, we're gonna need a couple

of costumes.

JO

Excuse me?

MATT

Superheroes, mom.

Me and Oscar are gonna be

Superheroes!

OSCAR

Superheroes!

SAM

Superheroes? I always wanted to

be a superhero.

MATT

We're gonna patrol the

neighborhood and fight crime!

OSCAR

Crime.

JO Hey, does fighting crime include

leaf raking?

MATT

Are they evil leaves?

SAM

[ chuckles ]

JO

No.

MATT

Let me know if that changes.

Let's go, oscar!

LIZZIE (on phone with GORDO and MIRANDA)

How hot did Ethan look

today?

MIRANDA

Beyond hot.

GORDO

You know, I really don't want to be

a part of this conversation.

MIRANDA

It's okay, Gordo.

we'll stop.

GORDO

No, I gotta go anyway.

I've got plans.

LIZZIE

Plans? we don't have plans.

how do you have plans?

GORDO

I have to go tutor ethan at the

Digital bean.

LIZZIE

[ screams ]

MIRANDA

[ screams ]

GORDO

I hate it when

you guys do that.

Look, I gotta run.

I'll talk to you guys tomorrow.

LIZZIE

You know, we could always use

some extra study time.

MIRANDA

Um...Digital Bean?

LIZZIE

See you there.

MATT

See you later, mom.

We're off to fight the forces of

evil.

JO

Dressed like that?

Wow, who are you?

MATT

Why, I'm Mattman!

and this is...

the incredible Oscar!

Don't make him angry.

You wouldn't like him when he's

angry.

OSCAR

[ growls ]

MATT

If you need us, we'll be

patrolling the neighborhood

or in our fortress of solitude.

JO

Be back before dark.

SAM

Have a real good time fightin'

crime, guys.

MATT

Crime!

OSCAR

Crime!

* superman *

* superman *

* I wanna be like superman *

MATT

We'll be takg these!

WOMAN

Thief! Thieves!

Thief!

OSCAR

Stop!

MATT

Oh! You're right,

incredible.

Superheroes look both ways

before crossing the street.

WOMAN

Thief! Thief!

MATT

Thief? Where?

[ martial arts grunting ]

WOMAN

I'm reporting you to the

authorities!

MATT

No need to thank us,

ma'am.

We're superheroes!

OSCAR

We're superheroes!

MATT

Just doing our job.

[ exasperated groaning ]

[ girl screams ]

MATT

We're needed elsewhere,

incredible Oscar.

Let's roll!

LIZZIE

Hey, what page are we on?

MIRANDA

Um, anyone need a pencil?

Okay, that didn't work.

any more ideas?

LIZZIE

Yep.

GORDO

Um, we didn't order these.

WAITRESS

They're from the ladies.

MIRANDA

Mmm, these are pretty good.

LIZZIE

Miranda, we gotta figure out a

way to get close to Ethan.

MIRANDA

He's got like a gordo

Force-field.

LIZZIE

I know.

I've got an idea.

Scooch.

Go!

Hi.

Okay, one last scooch.

Go!

Oops!

MIRANDA

Hi.

LIZZIE

Hey.

GORDO

Ethan, why don't we take a

break?

We'll attack dividing fractions

later.

ETHAN

But the ladies

just got here.

GORDO

Just go get a drink.

ETHAN

Okay, professor.

GORDO

Look, the only reason you guys are

here is because of ethan.

If I was just here studying

alone, you wouldn't be here.

TOON LIZZIE

It doesn't sound so good when he

puts it that way.

Guess i'll be going now.

MIRANDA

Relax, Gordo.

No need to go nuclear.

GORDO

I'm just here so I can earn some

money for a new stereo.

that's it!

So can you guys please just

Leave me alone?!

LIZZIE

We were just trying to help you,

gordo.

GORDO

With what?

MIRANDA

Um...tutoring!

GORDO

You must be joking.

If I need to go shopping, then

I'll ask for your help.

TOON LIZZIE

What?

LIZZIE

Excuse me?

MIRANDA

What are you trying to say?

GORDO

You guys don't even get "A"s.

LIZZIE

We get B-pluses, Gordo.

MIRANDA

Oh, but I guess we're not smart

Enough to hang out with you.

GORDO

Good,

'Cause I have work to do.

ETHAN

Ready, teach?

LIZZIE

Ugh!

ETHAN

Looks like you need a tutor on

how to deal with the ladies.

GIRL

Who are you guys?

MATT

Remain calm.

we're here to help.

This is job for

the incredible Oscar!

[ growls ]

[ bellows ]

GIRL

Hey, that's a brand-new bike!

I'm telling my dad!

MATT

No need to tell your dad --

Your kind words are thanks

enough.

OSCAR

Oww.

MATT

When performing superhuman feats

of strength,

always lift with the legs.

MIRANDA

Gordo is such a know-it-all.

LIZZIE

Yeah, I-I know, but I still kind

of feel bad.

MIRANDA

Why? He did kind of call us

dumb.

LIZZIE

Well, we did kind of use him to

get to Ethan.

MIRANDA

It still doesn't give him the

right to be mean.

LIZZIE

I guess your right.

We're gonna have to

talk to him evtually, through.

MIRANDA

Fine.

So go talk to him.

ETHAN

Hit me again with what i'm

supposed to do?

GORDO

How many times do we have to go

over this?

When you're dividing fractions,

You have to invert the numerator

and the denominator

of the second fraction,

and then you multiply it.

That means you flip it over.

ETHAN

Oh...

GORDO

[ sighs ]

Dividing fractions is always

really hard.

It's easier for me if I imagine

the numbers are something real,

like...hair scrunchies

Who's got hair scrunchies?!

Oh, that's what you call those

those things!

GORDO

Lizzie, we're studying math,

LIZZIE

TOON LIZZIE

But I come in peace.

LIZZIE

Okay, what's one-half of the

hair scrunchies?

ETHAN

Two scrunchies.

LIZZIE

scrunchies?

ETHAN

One scrunchy?

LIZZIE

Good.

So that's one over four.

Now, how many times does one

scrunchy go into two scrunchies?

ETHAN

Two!

LIZZIE

Excellent!

So, let's look at the problem.

Okay, we have one-half divided

by one-fourth.

Now flip the second fraction and

multiply.

What do you get?

TOON LIZZIE

Come on! You can get this!

I know there brains under

that perfect hair.

ETHAN

Two. That's totally easy!

LIZZIE

[ giggles ]

GORDO

That's what i've been saying for

the past half-hour!

ETHAN

Yeah, but it makes more sense

when she lays it down.

ETHAN

Props, Lizzie.

Say, why don't you tutor me?

MIRANDA

I can't believe you said no to

Ethan craft.

LIZZIE

I could never do that to Gordo,

Miranda.

He's taking his tutoring really

seriously.

MIRANDA

But he's being a total jerk,

and he called us stupid.

LIZZIE

Listen, miranda, I'm angry about

that, too,

but I don't want to not be

friends with Gordo

just because he said something

that he probably didn't mean.

TOON LIZZIE

But for a friend, he's been

saying some pretty mean stuff!

MIRANDA

So, what are you gonna do?

LIZZIE

I'm gonna apologize to him for

barging in on his tutoring.

MIRANDA

What?!

he should apologize to you.

LIZZIE

I know, but friendship is a lot

more important

than who apologizes to who.

GORDO

Hi.

LIZZIE

Hey, gordo.

Um, I wanted to talk to you

about something.

GORDO

Yeah, I wanted to talk to you, too.

I think you guys owe me an

apology.

MIRANDA

What?!

LIZZIE

What?!

MIRANDA

I think you owe us an apology.

GORDO

For what?!

You guys were the ones who were

Using me to get to Ethan Craft.

If you want to hang out with

Him, go ahead --

just don't use me to do it.

TOON LIZZIE

When did my friends become more

complicated

than my math homework?

Whoa!

JO

I don't want to get any more

phone calls

complaining about you two.

So if you're going fight

crime, you're going to have

to keep it to our

housse

SAM

And maybe you two could use your

superpowers to find the tv remote.

I believe it's being held

captive by the evil couch monster.

JO

Ha!

[ clears throat ]

MATT

You laugh now, but evil lurks

where you let expect it.

OSCAR

Evil never sleeps.

JO

Hmm.

SAM

[Sighs ]

MATT

You know, there may be crime

right in this very house.

OSCAR

Really?

MATT

Yeah. All we need to do is

create an evil villain,

defeat him,

and save the filly.

OSCAR

That's genius!

MATT

They don't call me Mattman for

nuttin'.

Lets roll.

MR DIG

Mrs. Wardman, your regular

teacher, wants you to take this quiz

today.

[ groaning ]

MR DIG

Me - I don't believe in

Quizzes. Or tests. Or examinations.

[ cheers and applause ]

MR DIG

In fact, I don't even believe in

grades.

[ cheering intensifies ]

MR DIG

Learning is a road trip.

It's not the destination.

It's the journey!

[ woofing ]

MR DIG

Unfortunately, I'm not your

regular teacher,

so take a quiz

and pass it down.

[ groans ]

MIRANDA

So, you say you aced the quiz?

LIZZIE

Yeah, I think I got an "A."

TOON LIZZIE

"A"! "A"! "A"! "A"!

Yeah!

MIRANDA

Oh, well, maybe next time, you

can tutor me.

GORDO

Tutoring's harwork, you know?

not everyone can do.

(to ETHAN)

So uh, how'd you do?

ETHAN

I failed.

GORDO

Let me see this.

That's impossible

I-I tutored you.

MR DIG

Teaching's a tough gig,

Mr. Gordon.

I know I make it

look easy, but

not everyone's cut out to be an

educator.

(to ETHAN)

Look, I know you've had your nose to

the grindstone

Over this fraction stuff --

ETHAN

My nose?!

I was trying to use my brain!

MR DIG

It's a good thing you're a

handsome boy.

Tell you what...

since you've been working hard,

I'll give you another shot

tomorrow.

GORDO

Fine, we go over it...

again.

ETHAN

I was kind of hoping that Lizzie

would help out this time.

TOON LIZZIE

I love the way Ethan says my

name!

Lizzie. Lizzie. Lizzie. Lizzie.

Lizzie.

Lizzie! Lizzie! Lizzie!

GORDO

You still want her help?

You know what...

Fine. Go ahead.

use a second-rate teacher.

I don't care.

ETHAN

It just made more sense when you

laid it down.

So what do you say?

please.

LIZZIE

Uh...

TOON LIZZIE

How hard is it to say yes to the

cute guy?!

LIZZIE

Sure, Ethan.

I'll tutor you.

ETHAN

Hah, cool!

This is gonna be great.

LIZZIE

Great.

LIZZIE

Mom, have you seen my black

platforms?

They're not in my room,

and cannot find them anywhere.

MIRANDA

Oh.

LIZZIE

Ugh.

TOON LIZZIE

Sponging off my stereo won't

cost him a dime.

Maybe he is the smart one.

LIZZIE

Don't worry Gordo, you

can come over anytime.

SAM

No. But there is something

I'd like to ask you.

( pennywhistle blows )

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, and that's never good

but whatever it is,

I'm sure I can blame it on Matt.

LIZZIE

Sure, Dad,

what's up?

SAM

Well, I was wondering

would you like

to have dinner together

Friday night?

LIZZIE

Uh... well...

don't we have dinner together,

like, every night?

SAM

Well, yeah, but...

I'm talking just

the two of us.

You know, like a

daddy-daughter

date night.

TOON LIZZIE

Daddy-daughter date night?

He is definitely reading

one of those books.

LIZZIE

( chuckles )

Uh... sure, I guess so.

It'll be...

...fun.

SAM

Exactly!

LIZZIE

Yeah.

SAM

So, um...

just what I thought.

You know, like...

( rap music plays )

...coolio, yes.

Yeah.

LIZZIE

( groans )

MIRANDA

Hey.

GORDO

Um... hey.

What's up?

MIRANDA

Why are you turning red?

What's in that book?

You know what?

No, don't answer.

I probably don't

even want to know.

GORDO

( sighs )

MIRANDA

The Dude Strikes Out?

By Jeffrey Lebowski?

You're reading a book

about bowling?

I-I thought you weren't going

with us anyway.

GORDO

Well, I wasn't.

Then I decided

that it might be good for me.

MIRANDA

Why?

GORDO

Because I don't want

to be limited by my fears.

MIRANDA

Huh?

GORDO

You still perform

in holiday pageants

without throwing up.

* On the first day of Christmas... *

GORDO

Lizzie can do math problems

without ripping her pants.

( majestic fanfare, pop )

GORDO

I should be able to bowl

without having to go

to the emergency room.

( boing )

MIRANDA

You're right.

One miserable experience

shouldn't ruin all the rest.

I'll help you.

I'll be your life coach.

GORDO

Uh, I don't need a life coach.

I just need to learn

how to bowl.

MIRANDA

Gordo, bowling

isn't the problem.

I'm going to teach

you to relax

so even if you throw

a few gutter balls

they won't need

to get the bowling ball

off of your hand with a hammer.

GORDO

Well, they actually used a saw.

( sawing )

But I get your point. Huh.

MIRANDA

So, are you in?

GORDO

Okay.

Wow! I can't believe

I could help you.

Now this is a first.

GORDO

Believe me, there's no one

more surprised than me.

LIZZIE

Oh, hey, Mr. Dig.

I didn't know

we had a sub today.

MR DIG

Well, you know what

else you don't know?

What you'll be

having for breakfast

tomorrow morning

what you'll be doing

after school next

Thursday, and who

you'll be going to

the senior prom with.

Life's interesting

that way

don't you think?

LIZZIE

Um...

TOON LIZZIE

Just when I think

I'm happy to see him

Mr. Dig has to go

and get all mind gamey on me.

LIZZIE

Yeah! Sure.

( boing )

Oh, hey, you guys.

My dad is being

so weird.

He wants me to have dinner

with him this weekend.

MIRANDA

Uh, don't you have dinner

with him every night?

LIZZIE

( scoffs )

GORDO

Well, me bowling

on Friday night

is pretty much guaranteed

to be worse

than your dinner on Saturday.

MIRANDA

Gordo?

( East Indian music playing )

GORDO

Bowling is fun.

Bowling is good.

Bowling will not make

my fingers swell.

MIRANDA

Good boy!

Here.

( bark )

LIZZIE

W-Wait a minute.

Did you just say

that bowling was

on Friday night?

I thought it was on Saturday.

MIRANDA

No, it's Friday.

It's burned on my brain.

LIZZIE

Oh, but that's when I said

I'd have dinner with my dad.

GORDO

Well, how about

I have dinner with your dad

and you go bowling for me?

MIRANDA

Gordo...

GORDO

Bowling is fun.

Bowling is good.

Bowling will not make

my fingers swell.

( boing )

MIRANDA

Here.

But you can't not go.

Ethan's going to be there.

LIZZIE

Uh, thanks

for reminding me.

GORDO

So what are you

going to do?

TOON LIZZIE

Ethan! Ethan! Ethan!

LIZZIE

Cancel my dad,

of course!

What else am I

supposed to do?

I-It'll be fine.

He'll totally understand.

( bell rings )

LIZZIE

(to herself)

I think.

( pennywhistle blows )

MATT

( grunting )

( groans )

How many is that?

LANNY holds up 3 fingers.

MATT

( exhales )

This isn't working.

Hey!

Invisibility.

You can't bully

what you can't see.

Let's go.

SAM

Hey, Lanny.

Hey, Matt.

MATT

D-ohh!

SAM

Hey, Lizzie.

I was wondering,

how does

Indian food

sound to you?

LIZZIE

Well...

( middle-eastern music plays )

TOON LIZZIE

Uh-oh.

He's actually

picking out some

fancy restaurant--

the kind where

they serve ketchup

on a plate.

SAM

I just thought it'd be

kind of fun

for you and I

to try some new kind

of cuisine

together.

LIZZIE

Um...

TOON LIZZIE

Break it to him easy.

SAM

I'm happy to keep it simple

if you want burgers

and pizza.

I'm a-okay with that.

LIZZIE

U-Umm...

TOON LIZZIE

Oh, no!

He's making this difficult.

LIZZIE

Well, Dad... I-I've given

this a lot of thought and...

...m-maybe we could reschedule.

SAM

Oh.

LIZZIE

Well, it's just because

me, Gordo and Miranda

were planning on going

bowling this weekend

and some other people

from school are going

and it's sort of

turning into this big...

...thing.

SAM

Lizzie, I-I understand.

Go bowling

with your friends.

Have a good time.

TOON LIZZIE

Wow.

Dad's actually being cool...

...without even trying.

LIZZIE

Dad, I know when we can

spend some time together.

SAM

When?

LIZZIE

You could drive me

to the bowling alley.

It's, like,

a ten-minute drive.

Tons of time to talk.

SAM

That's great.

Count me in.

LIZZIE

Cool.

Thanks for understanding, Dad.

GORDO

Bowling is good.

Bowling will not

make my fingers swell.

MIRANDA

Oh, excellent.

Here.

( dog barks )

MIRANDA

I think we're ready

for phase two.

GORDO

( mumbling ):

Does phase two

involve cookies?

MIRANDA

Sit down.

Okay, now,

close your eyes.

Now visualize

a bowling alley.

GORDO

Okay.

MIRANDA

Now, be the ball.

GORDO

Be the ball?

MIRANDA

( chanting ):

Be... the ball.

GORDO

( screaming )

( screams )

Uh, I don't want

to be the ball.

MIRANDA

Okay,

then be the pins.

GORDO

( ball clunks )

( screaming )

Oh, uh, being

the pins isn't

working, either.

MIRANDA

Oh!

Mr. Dig,

are you okay?

GORDO

Mr. Dig,

what happened?

MR DIG

I crashed.

( laughing )

MIRANDA

Uh, yeah, you did.

MR DIG

Well, it was just

a matter of time

but I came prepared.

Whoo, that felt good.

GORDO

You think he's

got a concussion?

He's making

less sense than normal.

MR DIG

Well, look, y'all,

I'm fine, really.

That was kind of fun.

GORDO

But you totally

wiped out.

MR DIG

Yep, and that's never happened

to me before.

I love new experiences.

MIRANDA

Mr. Dig, you're

kind of freaky.

MR DIG

Well, it's all

part of the journey.

GORDO

Ah, let me guess--

life's journey?

MR DIG

No, uh, to the attendance office

but I like the way

you're thinking, Gordo.

GORDO

I don't get it.

The guy eats dirt

and he still has

a smile on his face.

MIRANDA

Like I said, freaky.

( loud footsteps )

MATT

Target is approaching.

I repeat, target is approaching.

Over.

Prepare for Operation Mummy.

Over.

( squish )

MATT

Move, move, move, move!

LIZZIE

What?

MATT

You're not so tough now,

are you, Heywood?

LIZZIE

Heywood?

What?

Stop it, Matt!

( screeching noises )

LIZZIE

Hey, unwrap me!

MATT

I-I will, I will,

could you just...

...stay still a second?

LIZZIE

I can't move, you ignoramus!

MATT

What'd you say?

LIZZIE

I said I can't move!

MATT

Mission accomplished.

But for Heywood

we'll need to

double our supplies.

LIZZIE

If you don't unwrap me

this second

I'm going to call Mom.

MATT

D-d-don't do that.

LIZZIE

Fine, I won't call Mom.

Mom!

Why isn't Matt the one

cleaning my boots?

JO

Would you really

trust your brother

with this job?

I didn't think so.

LIZZIE

Still, he ruins everything.

I was going to wear those

tomorrow, Mom.

JO

Well, honey, you're still going to

have to take them off to bowl.

LIZZIE

Hmm, I hadn't thought of that.

I'd been busy planning

a wedding.

JO

So, your dad told me

you canceled your

plans with him.

LIZZIE

Oh, yeah.

But he understands why, right?

JO

Oh, yeah, your dad knows

you'd rather spend time

with your friends.

LIZZIE

Oh, well, it's just that me,

Gordo and Miranda

usually spend Fridays together.

JO

Yeah, I think he just thought

it would be fun for you guys

to spend a few hours together

for a change, that's all.

LIZZIE

Well, when you put it

like that...

JO

Oh, don't worry-- your dad just...

He doesn't always understand

where your priorities are.

LIZZIE

My priorities?

JO

Well, yeah, sure.

I mean your friends

are the people

that you want to spend time with

and your family

are the people

that you have

to spend time with.

LIZZIE

But that's not how I feel,

exactly.

JO

Honey, I get it.

Your dad's just a little slower

when it comes to

that sort of thing.

Well, look at that.

I think those

look perfect.

You can totally wear

these tomorrow night.

LIZZIE

Yeah.

JO

Have fun.

TOON LIZZIE

Why do I suddenly have

a heavy feeling in my stomach?

Whoa!

I got to stop having

these talks with Mom.

MATT (talking to LANNY)

What a waste.

All the planning,

all the hard work

and for what?

Nothing.

I guess you're right.

We do have

a reason

to celebrate.

I mean, it's

not every day

that the bully

who tortures you

ends up in traction.

And you think he'd remember

where the tire swing was.

Yow, that had to hurt.

( chuckling )

Guess we don't need

any of this stuff

until his body cast comes off.

You're right.

We can't lose our edge.

We've got to keep

practicing.

Oh, Lizzie!

GORDO

Look, I've been the ball,

I've been the pins.

There's no way

I'm going to be the shoes

and I'm still

feeling gutter ball

gutter ball, gutter ball.

Look, even my fingers

are beginning to swell.

MIRANDA

Gordo, why does not being

the best at something

make your fingers swell?

You don't

have to be

You can do stuff

just to have fun.

GORDO

Um, I guess.

I never really thought of that.

MIRANDA

No kidding.

LIZZIE

Hey, guys.

GORDO

What's up?

LIZZIE

Ugh, pretzel stomach.

This whole thing with my dad

is so complicated.

GORDO

I thought you said he was cool

with everything.

MIRANDA

Yeah, what happened?

LIZZIE

I'm not quite sure,

but after talking to my mom

I feel like I made

the wrong decision.

MIRANDA

Yeah, moms will do that to you.

GORDO

What would

the right decision be?

TOON LIZZIE

Enough, enough!

I can't handle

all these questions!

LIZZIE

I don't know--

I'm so confused.

ETHAN

Hey, Lizzie,

check you at

bowling, right?

LIZZIE

Oh, yeah, I'll be there.

I think.

( sighs )

LIZZIE

Whoo!

GORDO

Wow!

MIRANDA

Lizzie, that was amazing!

LIZZIE

Thank you,

thank you.

ETHAN

Yo, Lizzie, you rock.

LIZZIE

Thanks.

TOON LIZZIE

That's funny -- you rock, too.

We are so perfect

for each other.

GORDO

Bowling is good.

Bowling is fun.

Bowling will not

make my fingers swell.

MIRANDA

Here.

GORDO

Thank you.

Gutter ball!

MIRANDA

Yeah!

That was horrible!

The worst

I've ever seen!

GORDO

Oh, thank you, Miranda.

I couldn't stink so bad

without you.

MIRANDA

So, um, how are

your fingers?

GORDO

There are no

signs of swelling.

ETHAN

Hey, yo, Gordon--

I thought you said

you were good at this.

MIRANDA

He is.

GORDO

Yeah, I'm

a great bowler.

ETHAN

Dude, you stink.

MIRANDA

He worse than stinks

which is why I'm

so totally proud of him.

GORDO

Ethan, life's a journey...

ETHAN

Yeah, okay, but

my ride's coming later.

MIRANDA

Hey.

LIZZIE

Can you believe

how much fun this is?

MIRANDA

I know--

I can't believe

we're actually here

with Ethan Craft.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

( squealing )

LIZZIE

It all worked out.

I mean, it was so simple,

at first I couldn't even see it.

MIRANDA

What do you mean?

LIZZIE

Well, I looked at tonight

as a win or lose situation.

You know, I just needed

a little perspective.

MIRANDA

What kind of

perspective?

LIZZIE

Kind of like what

you're going through with Gordo.

Except for I just kind of

put myself in my dad's shoes.

SAM

Here you go, kids.

Hot dogs, fries

and a whole lot

of ketchup.

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, so maybe this isn't the

fanciest restaurant in the world

but as long as you like

the people you're with

ketchup on a plate's

really not that bad.

SAM

Looks like I'm up.

Watch how it's done.

LIZZIE

Remember, Dad, I'm the one

with the perfect strikes.

SAM

Remember, Lizzie,

it runs in the family.

LIZZIE

Dad?

SAM

Yeah?

LIZZIE

I'm really glad you're here

and I'm really sorry

for the way that I acted.

SAM

Hey, Lizzie, I'm really glad

you included me

in your plans tonight.

I know I'm not the coolest dad

in the world

but I just miss hanging out

with you, that's all.

LIZZIE

I guess sometimes I get

caught up in my own world

but I've had a lot of fun

and we should do this

more often.

SAM

Hey, anytime, anywhere,

I'm there.

LIZZIE

Coolie.

Just one more question.

SAM

Shoot.

LIZZIE

Did we really have

to bring this along?

I mean,

people are watching, Dad.

SAM

Sweetheart, they don't

call me "Striking Sam"

because of my good looks.

Though it helps.

ETHAN watches LIZZIE as she talks to her dad.

SAM

Lizzie, I don't think

it's me he's watching.

LIZZIE

Dad!

SAM

What?

I can keep it low,

I mean real.

I can keep it real.

LIZZIE

Dad, Dad, just bowl, bowl!

SAM

Okay, okay!

( cheering )

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

Mark.

And, action!

MIRANDA

I forgot my tray.

Cut!

SAM

What's the hap...

LIZZIE

Hi, Dad.

SAM

I was just checking it with you.

( laughter )

( grunting )

MATT

And why did he have to go

and take your clothes?

There was already a flag have...

And why did he have to go

and take your clothes?

There was already a flag... ah!

MATT

Roger that.

Man, look at all

Lanny?

Come on, Lanny, we

better keep looking.

Lanny, come on.

MATT

Are we ready?

This is the life.

Lanny, you're

squishing me.

GORDO

Look at all

the shrimp toast.

Oh, that's good

shrimp toast.

You guys going to have

some shrimp toast?

I'm going to have some more

shrimp toast.

LIZZIE

Uh, no, thanks, Gordo.

(to MIRANDA)

Hey, you want to go get

something to drink?

GORDO

Try the iced tea.

It's got a sprig

of mint in it.

It's very refreshing.

MIRANDA

This is massive.

You should have been

a model years ago.

LIZZIE

Yeah, then maybe

for the fifth grade

holiday pageant

Miss Thalheimer would

have let me play

the Snow Princess,

not a sheep.

TOON LIZZIE

Who's laughing now, Miss I-got-

axed-for-stealing-supplies-

and-now-I-sell-hot-dogs-in-

front-of-the-Lumber-for-Less?

Who's laughing now?

KATE

( giggling )

Lizzie...

what's this I hear

about you

and Teen Attitude magazine?

LIZZIE

Oh, they called me

last night

after the fashion show

and wanted me to do

some photo shoots

for them.

KATE

We heard you're going to be

on the cover. Wow.

MIRANDA

That's right: wow.

Lizzie's

going to be famous.

KATE

What kind of clothes

do you get to wear?

Where's the photo shoot?

MIRANDA

Lizzie does not want

to answer questions

all day long.

She's looking for

a little quiet time.

KATE

Okay. Okay.

LIZZIE

MIRANDA

What do you want?

LIZZIE

Uh, water.

MIRANDA

What kind?

LIZZIE

the wet kind.

MIRANDA

LIZZIE

Maybe I'll just

have some tea.

MIRANDA

JESSICA

GORDO

I've known Lizzie

my entire life.

I always knew

she'd be discovered.

That's why I put her

in all my movies.

Now, if you want

I could come over sometime

and show them to you.

JESSICA

Would Lizzie come?

GORDO

Yes. Yeah, yeah, she would.

GIRL

Great. How about next Sunday?

GORDO

Lizzie, next Sunday

we're all going to go

to Jessica's house

and watch movies.

LIZZIE

Oh, I can't.

That's when my next

fashion show is.

MIRANDA

Oh, that's in the afternoon.

You're free by 7:00.

GORDO

We'll do it at 7:00.

JESSICA

Great.

GORDO

Great.

MIRANDA

Great.

LIZZIE

Wait.

GORDO

What?

TOON LIZZIE

Maybe I don't want

to spend all my time

hanging out with cool kids

in hot tubs.

What? Am I delirious?

I must be cracking up.

LIZZIE

Sunday at 7:00 sounds good.

MIRANDA

Perfect.

Then saturday night

we can all go dancing.

JESSICA

Coolie. The Shango Tango

is hard to get into.

But if we're with Lizzie,

that shouldn't be a problem.

KATE

Hey, Lizzie

that is a great blouse.

LIZZIE

Oh, thanks.

TOON LIZZIE

Wait a minute.

I always wear this blouse.

KATE

And your earrings

match your eyes.

TOON LIZZIE

My earrings match my eyes?

KATE

And your shoes

are way cool, too.

LIZZIE

Thanks.

TOON LIZZIE

I need rubber boots

with all this manure

she's shoveling.

( mooing )

KATE

So, I'll see you

at the Shango Tango on Saturday?

LIZZIE

Yeah, I can't wait.

KATE

( )

LIZZIE

Hey, Ethan.

ETHAN

Me?

Uh...

Uh... hi.

LIZZIE

Um, so... what did you think

of the English test?

ETHAN

I don't know.

What did you think?

LIZZIE

Oh, I thought

it was really hard.

ETHAN

Yeah, yeah, it was hard.

It was... it was really hard.

LIZZIE

Are you okay?

ETHAN

I don't' know. Am I?

I mean, I...

You... I got to go.

TOON LIZZIE

Since when does Ethan Craft

turn into jelly around me?

Ew.

LIZZIE

( groans )

MIRANDA

Why don't you take a picture?

It'll last longer.

LIZZIE

I'm glad you guys are here.

This modeling thing

is starting to make everyone

act all freaky.

GORDO

I'm sure not everyone's

acting freaky.

LIZZIE

Kate Sanders

is complimenting me.

Ethan Craft is all of a sudden

like a drooling chimp.

Everyone's acting

all different ever since

I became a "celebrity."

MIRANDA

Well, would

you rather

Kate be mean to

you like usual?

LIZZIE

No, but it's just so weird.

People who never liked me before

want to be my best friend now.

MIRANDA

Who cares?

We're popular now.

LIZZIE

We?

MIRANDA

You. You

are popular.

TOON LIZZIE

She said "we."

I was right here.

I heard her.

GORDO

You are popular.

In fact, Whitney Nussbaum

wants us to go to her

bat mitzvah on Saturday.

They're giving away

cell phones as party favors.

LIZZIE

I can't.

I can't go the Shango Tango

Saturday night

and a Bat Mitzvah

during the day.

I have a book report due

on Lord of the Flies.

GORDO

I'll write that for you.

LIZZIE

You think doing

other people's homework

is wrong.

I've asked you,

like, a million times.

GORDO

These are special

circumstances.

You have a lot

on your plate.

I'll write the report.

MIRANDA

Problem solved.

See you.

(to GORDO)

Go.

TOON LIZZIE

Problem not solved.

Problem huge.

My friends

are turning into freaks.

This is horrible.

Gordo and Miranda

aren't my friends anymore.

They're my "people."

TOON LIZZIE

Stop staring at me!

I'm not a celebrity!

I'm a human being!

MR DIG

Hey, how you doing?

LIZZIE

Wah!

MR DIG

Oh, I'm sorry.

Did I startle you?

LIZZIE

No, it's just...

MR DIG

Thanks.

My nephew didn't believe I knew

the new Teen Attitude girl.

LIZZIE

Great. Now you're acting

like everyone else.

MR DIG

What? Other people are selling

your picture to my nephew?

LIZZIE

You're selling my picture

to your nephew?

MR DIG

Uh... I-I got a niece, too.

Hey, what's bugging you?

LIZZIE

Everybody's

acting all weird.

Gordo's using me

to get invited places

and Miranda's scheduling me.

I can't take it anymore.

MR DIG

Oh... I don't know

who those people are.

LIZZIE

Oh, well,

they're supposed

to be my friends, but ever

since this modeling thing

they've been treating me

completely different.

MR DIG

Oh, I get it.

You don't want them

acting like your posse.

LIZZIE

Right. So, what do I do?

MR DIG

Treat them like your posse.

Look, you're

a celebrity now.

It's human nature

for them to treat you different.

If you want them to go back

to being your friends

you have to show them

why they shouldn't act

like miserable,

groveling, suck-up dogs.

TOON LIZZIE

I like substitutes.

They teach you useful stuff.

LIZZIE

So, as a teacher,

you're telling me

to treat my friends like dirt?

MR DIG

Oh, I'm telling you as a buddy.

As a teacher,

I'm telling you

that France exports

aerospace products

and Italy is shaped

like a boot.

I'm teaching

geography this week.

I get in trouble if

I deviate from the lesson plan.

Say "fromage."

MATT

Let me do

the talking,

okay, Lanny?

SAM

Uh, Matt, I'll

handle it.

Excuse me.

Excuse me.

SALESMAN

I'm exercising.

20 more minutes.

SAM

Uh, my son bought this hammock,

and when we got it home

it ripped in half.

We'd like a refund.

SALESMAN

Oh, I get you. ( laughs )

No.

SAM

Excuse me?

SALESMAN

No returns on sale items.

MATT

But it was ripped.

SAM

Yeah, it's defective.

SALESMAN

So he shouldn't have bought it.

Look, I told you, old-timer...

I'm exercising.

MATT

That's it.

Get tough with him, Lanny.

LANNY

( breathing hard )

SAM

Matt, I'm going to

get the manager. Thanks.

MATT

Hey, maybe we

can fix the hammock.

Excuse me, sir, do you think

we could use this tape

to fix the hammock?

SALESMAN

I'd rather use it

to tape up your mouth.

MATT

( laughing ):

That's a good one.

Very interesting

but I've got a

better idea.

Lanny, help me.

Lanny, do you suppose

this treadmill

goes faster?

SALESMAN

Hey!

( sputtering )

MATT

Why, it does.

SALESMAN

Turn this thing,

turn this thing off.

Hey!

MATT

Tickle him, Lanny.

SALESMAN

No.

( laughing ):

Okay.

Get a new hammock.

Hey, Get a new one!

Go on!

Hey! Help!

MATT

Have fun exercising.

SALESMAN

( growling )

MIRANDA

Um, Lizzie,

where are you?

LIZZIE

I'm out back!

GORDO

You, uh, wanted us

to come by?

TOON LIZZIE

Commence

Operation Superstar Brat.

LIZZIE

Yeah, did you bring

the jellybeans like I wanted?

MIRANDA

You didn't ask

for any jellybeans.

LIZZIE

What?

I have to ask, now?

There's some in the kitchen.

Could you go get me some?

MIRANDA

Uh, sure.

LIZZIE

Where's the book report?

GORDO

Hot off the printer.

LIZZIE

No, no, no.

Not good enough.

( blows nose )

Do it over.

GORDO

But I spent three hours on it.

LIZZIE

So spend four.

Make it more... fun.

GORDO

Fun? Lord of the Flies

is about shipwrecked children

eating each other.

LIZZIE

Doesn't mean it

has to be a drag.

Do it again, or you're not

coming to the Shango Tango

with me tonight.

MIRANDA

Uh, here.

LIZZIE

Ew. You didn't

pick the green ones out.

MIRANDA

I didn't know I

was supposed to.

LIZZIE

I don't need excuses.

What do I need

you guys around for

if you can't do anything right?

You want to keep messing up?

You want to keep acting

like untrained dogs? Fine.

Bark. Go ahead, bark like dogs.

GORDO

You're joking, right?

LIZZIE

You want to go

to Whitney Nussbaum's

bat mitzvah with me?

Start barking.

I said, bark!

GORDO

Woof?

MIRANDA

Woof, woof.

Grrr.

LIZZIE

That is pathetic.

I don't know why I've been

wasting my time with you guys.

I'm going to go find better

people to hang out with.

Move!

See?

Wasn't that horrible?

MIRANDA

Uh... yeah.

LIZZIE

But you got

my point, right?

GORDO

That you totally

snapped your twig?

LIZZIE

No, that you guys have changed.

GORDO

We haven't changed.

LIZZIE

Gordo, you let me

blow my nose

on your book report

and, Miranda,

you let me boss you around

just because

I'm becoming "famous."

GORDO

I guess I did get

a little caught up

with the whole

country club

hot tub stuff.

LIZZIE

Yeah, but it's not worth

you guys treating me different.

I need you guys

to be my friends-- not my posse.

GORDO

Well, I guess I could go

back to refusing

to help you with

your homework.

MIRANDA

And I can tell you

whether your clothes

make you look dorky

and if your hair

makes you look

like an ostrich.

LIZZIE

Thanks.

MIRANDA

Like now, for instance.

You look like

you're molting.

LIZZIE

Well, see

the thing is--

everybody else

is still treating me different

so I've got to stop

being a model.

GORDO

Bye-bye shrimp toast.

LIZZIE

And there's one more problem.

I've got a contract

with Teen Attitude.

MIRANDA

That's not a problem

All you have to do

is stink at being a model.

( applause )

NATASHA

Cheyenne Keegan in Lorenzo's

new casual collection.

And now, Lizzie McGuire

in Andrea Taylor's

new evening wear,

"Elegance in Ivory."

( bluegrass music playing )

( oompah band playing )

KATE

( shrieks )

MIRANDA

Way to go, graceful.

LIZZIE

You talking to me?

Who do you think you are?

MIRANDA

Not a dork-o like you.

LIZZIE

I don't think so.

( shrieking )

( silent comedy music playing )

NATASHA

Lizzie, stop it.

That's it.

There's no room for you

at Teen Attitude.

LIZZIE

Hey, Miranda

want to go get me

some hot chocolate?

MIRANDA

Get it yourself.

LIZZIE

How about you, Gordo?

GORDO

( scoffs )

TOON LIZZIE

My friends are back.

LIZZIE

I'll go get it myself.

GORDO

Could you

bring me some?

LIZZIE

( scoffs )

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

LIZZIE

Mark.

MAN

Thanks, Big Bird.

SAM

You know I love

being an adult because...

( sneeze )

Bless you.

..everything you

get stinks.

GORDO

Don't forget us little

people when you...

well, that's...

LIZZIE

Don't blink!

KATE

The thick....

TOON LIZZIE

Well, who's laughing now

Miss I-Got-Axed-

For-Stealing-Supplies?

Set dressing!

LIZZIE

I said, bark!

( many people barking )

LIZZIE

Yowza.

MAN

Cut!

LIZZIE McGUIRE
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LIZZIE

This can't be raspberry.

This tastes so much

like vanilla.

I love it anyway.

Here, try it Miranda.

GORDO

The monster truck

roundup is coming

to town.

Six fun filled

hours of monster

truck force and

monster truck action.

What? I'm sick of talking

about girl stuff.

LIZZIE

Gordo, lip gloss

is important.

By the way, since

when have you been

interested in

monster trucks?

GORDO

I'm a guy.

And we never talk

about guy stuff.

LIZZIE

Miranda.

MIRANDA

Oh, hi.

GORDO

Are you okay?

LIZZIE

Yeah, you've been

kind of quiet.

MIRANDA

I don't know what's

wrong with me.

I can't eat; I can't sleep.

I've been, like,

totally distracted.

LIZZIE

Why?

MIRANDA

I don't know.

It all started in drama class

yesterday

when Ryan Adams

did that monologue.

GORDO

Oh, yeah.

He was pretty good.

MIRANDA

Good?

Good?

Ryan Adams wasn't good.

He was amazing, Gordo.

Amazing.

( flash bulbs popping )

( camera shutter clicking )

( record needle scratches )

MIRANDA

And wasn't he

cute, Lizzie?

And smart.

Really smart.

And, um, what's that word?

Uh, Cha... Charismatic.

( boing )

He looked charismatic.

I thought he was amazing

funny and smart.

LIZZIE

Oh, my gosh.

This is so exciting, Miranda.

GORDO

I know.

Nothing says exciting

like the Monster Truck Roundup.

( buzzer )

LIZZIE

Not that. This!

TOON LIZZIE

She loves him.

She loves him not.

She loves him.

She loves him not.

Neh! She loves him,

she loves him, she loves him!

MIRANDA

What?

LIZZIE

Miranda, you're in love.

MIRANDA

I am?

GORDO

With who?

LIZZIE

With Ryan.

MIRANDA

Really?

GORDO

She doesn't even know him.

MIRANDA

Yes, I do.

Didn't you hear that monologue?

He was sensitive;

he was cute; he was funny.

GORDO

All right, all right, enough.

I've got to start

hanging out with some guys.

MIRANDA

So, what do we do now?

LIZZIE

Listen, as your friend

I'm going to do

everything I can

to get you two together.

TOON LIZZIE

What am I saying?

I have no idea what to do.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

( popping )

MATT

( gagging )

( retching )

LIZZIE

Mom!

Matt's staring at me.

JO

Matt, stop staring

at your sister.

MATT

( gagging )

JO

What are you doing?

MATT

Clearing my throat.

JO

Oh, Matt.

SAM

Morning, kids.

MATT

Morning, Dad.

LIZZIE

Dad, Matt won't let

me eat my breakfast.

SAM

Matt, let your sister

eat her breakfast.

MATT

But her face hurts.

SAM

What?

LIZZIE

What? My face doesn't hurt.

MATT

I thought it did,

because it's killing me!

JO

You know, it's been

going on all morning.

SAM

All morning?

Try their whole lives.

LIZZIE

What are you eating

for breakfast?

A big bowl of ugly?

Ugh, I'm going

to school.

MATT

Oh, I'll miss you.

Not!

SAM

Hey, come on,

we're a family.

We're supposed

to like each other.

LIZZIE

But I do like Matt.

I like him when

he's not around.

(to MATT)

Later.

SAM

( sighs )

Well, I guess

this is available.

( whistle )

( gulps )

( bell ringing )

MIRANDA

Ryan is totally

the guy for me.

You're so smart

to figure that

out, Lizzie.

TOON LIZZIE

Flattery goes a long way.

MIRANDA

I mean, he's sensitive,

he's funny.

I mean, you could

tell by the way he

played that part

don't you think?

I can't wait to tell

him how good he was.

LIZZIE

Yeah, I'm sure

he'll appreciate it.

MIRANDA

So, how do I look?

He should be walking

by any minute.

I usually see him

between classes.

LIZZIE

Yeah, you look great.

Except for that

you're sweating

a little bit.

MIRANDA

I am?

Where?

LIZZIE

Look in the mirror.

MIRANDA

Oh, right.

( clang )

LIZZIE

Oh!

( thud )

TOON LIZZIE

Ow!

( birds chirping )

Uh, buh-bye.

LIZZIE

( groans )

MIRANDA

Lizzie, are you okay?

LIZZIE

Oh. Yeah, yeah, yeah.

Just help me up.

MIRANDA

Sure.

( groaning )

LIZZIE

Ooh, there's Ryan.

Ooh.

( screams, thud )

RYAN

Hi.

MIRANDA

Uh, hi.

Hi.

I, um, um, uh...

RYAN

Did you want to talk to me?

MIRANDA

Um... uh...

TOON LIZZIE

I thought I was the one

who got bumped on the head.

MIRANDA

I, um... um...

um...

Yeah.

LIZZIE

Yes, she did.

MIRANDA

Uh, we, um...

LIZZIE

We saw you in the

drama class yesterday

and, um,

she just wanted

to tell you

that you, uh...

you were amazing

(to MIRANDA)

Amazing?

Yeah, she wanted to say

that you were amazing.

MIRANDA

Amazing. Ryan.

Amazing.

RYAN

Thanks.

So, um...

well...

I guess I'll see

you guys later.

MIRANDA

Yeah. Yeah.

LIZZIE

Ugh, what is

wrong with you?

You couldn't even

talk to him.

You were totally

freaking me out.

MIRANDA

You're freaked out?

I just reminded myself

of you just now.

TOON LIZZIE

Hey!

MIRANDA

This has never

happened to me before.

What do I do?

LIZZIE

Maybe you just

got nervous.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, this is me

you're talking to.

I don't get nervous.

That's you.

TOON LIZZIE

Hey again!

LIZZIE

Well, maybe you just have to try

talking to him again.

See what happens.

MIRANDA

I can't.

I-I choke.

I stammer.

I sweat.

I don't sweat.

LIZZIE

Whoa, snap out of it.

MIRANDA

Sorry.

This love stuff

is freaky.

GORDO

Hey, Matt.

MATT

I'm so bored.

GORDO

Where's Lanny?

MATT

Quarantined.

Highly contagious toe infection.

GORDO

Ugh.

What about Oscar?

MATT

His family wants him

to stay away from me

for a week.

He's the one who wanted

to see if his skin

would prune

if he stood out in

the rain all day.

I merely encouraged

his curiosity.

GORDO

So, did it prune?

MATT

Uh-uh.

GORDO

So, uh, where's Lizzie?

With Miranda.

Talking about some boy.

GORDO

Ugh.

MATT

Here I am, thinking that

eavesdropping on my sister

would be fun, but, my bad.

It's so boring.

GORDO

I know.

Lizzie and Miranda

are my best friends

but when they get

in that boy mode

there's, like,

no talking to them.

MATT

Personally, I don't get

why you talk to them at all.

GORDO

I just wish they were

into the same stuff as me.

I like the Monster

Truck Roundup.

It's coming to town, you know.

Anyway.

MATT

Say, how do you do that?

GORDO

Here, it's easy.

Just watch.

Sometimes I think my life

would be so much easier

if Lizzie were a guy.

MATT

Yeah.

I think my life would be easier

if I had an older brother.

You know, someone cool.

Someone fun.

Someone who could

teach me stuff.

GORDO

Here, you

want to try?

( boing )

MATT

Hey.

GORDO

What?

MATT

You and me,

you know, we could... hang.

GORDO

Yeah, I guess.

Sure, why not?

MATT

I always knew you were

too cool to be friends

with my dorky sister.

GORDO

( chuckling )

LIZZIE

Okay, let's have

a practice conversation.

I'm going to be Ryan

and you be you, okay?

MIRANDA

I guess.

LIZZIE

Okay.

Hey, Miranda, I

like your sweater.

MIRANDA

Uh, thanks, Lizzie,

but this is a T-shirt.

LIZZIE

Miranda, I'm Ryan.

MIRANDA

Oh, right, right.

Thanks, Ryan.

How are you?

LIZZIE

I'm doing good.

You know, you should come

to one of my plays sometime.

MIRANDA

I'd love to.

LIZZIE

See, that wasn't

so hard.

MIRANDA

No.

( chime )

Just lame.

LIZZIE

Come on,

Miranda.

At least you were able

to have a conversation with him.

MIRANDA

Yeah, because it was you.

LIZZIE

Okay, we're going to make

this really easy for you.

We're going to write

down everything

that you have

to say to Ryan.

That way, next

time you see him

you won't be

so nervous, okay?

TOON LIZZIE

When I'm good, I am really good.

MIRANDA

But I'm no good

at memorizing.

LIZZIE

So, we'll make it short.

Don't worry, it'll

be fine, okay?

MIRANDA

Thanks.

GORDO

So, uh, where's your

partner in crime?

LIZZIE

Oh, Miranda's

talking to Ryan.

GORDO

I thought she got all

nervous and sweaty

and tongue-tied

around him.

LIZZIE

She did, until I...

Wait, I thought you said

you didn't want to hear

any more girl talk.

GORDO

I don't, but since when

do you listen to me?

LIZZIE

I listen to you a lot.

Oh, and

Matt told me to tell you that

the Monster

Truck Roundup

has been postponed,

or something.

GORDO

Oh, no. It has?

LIZZIE

Are you, like, friends

with my little brother now?

Because I got to tell you,

Gordo, that's kind of creepy.

GORDO

What can I say?

The kid's got spunk.

It's refreshing.

MIRANDA

Bye, Ryan.

See you tomorrow?

LIZZIE

Oh, my gosh.

Tell me everything.

GORDO

No, no.

Not everything, please.

MIRANDA

Ryan said he wanted

to have lunch with me

tomorrow.

LIZZIE

I knew writing down

what to say would work.

GORDO

You wrote down

what she should say?

MIRANDA

He said I have nice eyes.

LIZZIE

( gasps )

GORDO

You wrote down

what she should say?

MIRANDA

And when I went on about

his smile, he actually blushed.

LIZZIE

( squeals )

GORDO

You wrote down

what she should say?

TOON LIZZIE

It's in the name of love.

Get with the program, Gordo.

LIZZIE

Yes, Gordo,

I wrote out a few words

for Miranda to say

to Ryan, okay?

But look, now they have a date.

GORDO

That's...

that's... genius.

( chime )

TOON LIZZIE

Like I said--

when I'm good, I'm really good.

LIZZIE

I told you that you

and Ryan would be H&H.

This is so awesome.

MIRANDA

Thanks to you.

Just meet me here

a few minutes before lunch

to go over

what we're going to say.

LIZZIE

Okay.

Wait. What?

MIRANDA

I need you to be here

without actually being here.

Understand?

GORDO

Finally gets interesting.

LIZZIE

I don't know, Miranda.

MIRANDA

All you have to do

is hide somewhere close

listen to the way the

conversation is going

and tell me what

to say back to him.

I won't be

so nervous

if you're here.

Please?

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, this is the worst idea

I've ever heard.

There is no way I'm doing that.

MIRANDA

So, you'll come, right?

LIZZIE

Yeah, totally.

GORDO

He kicks...

he scores!

MATT

That was awesome.

We've got to invent

games more often.

GORDO

I never do stuff

like this with Lizzie.

MATT

Of course not.

All this running around

would make her

( mocking ):

"break a nail."

GORDO

Got that right.

MATT

I knew having an older

brother would rock.

I mean...

GORDO

I know what you mean.

Come on, let's go get

into some trouble.

( water drop )

( boing )

( boing )

( boing )

( camera shutter clicking )

( crowd cheering )

( glass breaking )

( buzzing )

LIZZIE

Ow! Ooh.

I think I just got

stung by something.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, get down

before someone sees you.

LIZZIE

You know it smells

in here, Miranda

don't you?

MIRANDA

That's what makes you

such a good friend.

LIZZIE

Ugh.

MIRANDA

Oh, ooh,

here comes Ryan.

My heart's depending on you.

( clearing throat )

RYAN

Hi, Miranda. Thanks for

having lunch with me.

LIZZIE

Thanks for inviting me.

MIRANDA

Thanks

for inviting me.

LIZZIE

Please sit.

MIRANDA

Uh, please sit.

( buzzing )

LIZZIE

Ow!

MIRANDA

Ow!

LIZZIE

Ooh, I think

I just got stung again.

MIRANDA

Ooh, I think I

just got stung again.

I mean

how fun again, ha.

RYAN

Yeah, this is fun.

MIRANDA

Oh, yeah.

Can you hold on

one second?

I'm just going

to throw this...

Quit fooling around,

McGuire.

I need you.

LIZZIE

I know, I know,

but there's, like

a bee in here

or something.

MIRANDA

Oh, come on.

Ryan is waiting.

LIZZIE

Okay, uh, uh, you look nice.

MIRANDA

Oh, thank you.

LIZZIE

Not you!

MIRANDA

Oh.

You look nice, Ryan.

RYAN

Thanks, so do you.

LIZZIE

So, how are...

MIRANDA

So, how are...

How are... how are...

How are...

Ah... ah... ah...

Ah... ah...

RYAN

Are you okay?

MIRANDA

Ah... ah... ah...

Ah...

Ah...

Ah...

Ah...

LIZZIE

Ah-choo!

( slide whistle blowing )

LIZZIE

Oh...

RYAN

What are you doing here?

Why are you

hiding

in the trash can?

LIZZIE

Ah, no, ah...

MIRANDA

Uh, yeah, Lizzie

what are you doing here?

LIZZIE

No, I can explain.

RYAN

Yeah, well

I kind of have

this thing, uh...

See you later,

Miranda.

MIRANDA

But, ah...

He hates me!

He'll never speak

to me again.

Oh, we'll never go

on a second date.

I'll never get

a first kiss

or... or a wedding!

LIZZIE

Come on,

Miranda.

All you have to do is go talk

to him and tell him the truth.

Okay?

It's going

to be fine.

( slide whistlblowing )

LIZZIE

Oh, hey, Gordo.

I thought you left

after dinner.

GORDO

I tried, but Matt

challenged me to

a game of hacky-basket.

That kid never tires,

does he?

LIZZIE

Mmm...

Have you talked to Miranda?

She's not answering her phone.

GORDO

Nah, I guess she's still upset

about that whole thing

with Ryan.

D'oh!

Why do I

keep talking

about that stuff?

LIZZIE

I was just trying to help,

and now she's all angry at me.

GORDO

Well, why don't you try

talking to Ryan?

Tell him

what happened.

There I go again.

It's like a disease.

LIZZIE

Maybe I should

try that.

I could talk to Ryan.

That's a great idea.

MATT

Hey, Gordo.

I found this Web site--

it's all about cheese.

GORDO

Sorry, little man,

but I've got to get going.

MATT

How about another round

of hacky-basket, then?

GORDO

Matt, do you remember

when I was talking to you

about

responsibility?

MATT

Not really.

GORDO

Look, I've got to go.

I've got homework to do

and I've got

to pair up my socks.

They never seem

to match anymore.

LIZZIE

See, that's what happens

when you start hanging out

with M.C. Dorkalot.

You, too

become a dork.

MATT

You're one to talk,

Lil' Dim.

( laughing )

MATT

If you don't

want to play

hacky-basket

I'll show you

the Web site.

It's about cheese.

A guy actually built

a house out of it.

LIZZIE

Wow.

Cheese house. How cool.

GORDO

Wait a second.

A guy built a house

out of cheese?

What kind of cheese?

LIZZIE

Gordo, I was being

sarcastic.

MATT

They have pictures.

( popping sound )

( boing )

GORDO

Well, I guess my homework's

going to have to wait.

MATT

Yes!

* Hear me now, like you did back then *

* With an underground feeling and a solid gold, also *

* Feel me now, like you did back then *

* With an overgrown feeling, tried to steal my soul *

* Got so scared, got so tired *

* Doing everything wrong, doing everything right *

* Got friends who... *

LIZZIE

Look, Ryan,

we need to talk.

RYAN

Yeah, we do.

LIZZIE

Look, the whole reason

I was telling Miranda...

RYAN

You don't need to explain.

LIZZIE

I don't?

RYAN

Uh-uh.

I totally get it.

LIZZIE

You do?

RYAN

Don't be shy around me,

Lizzie.

I like you.

LIZZIE

What?

RYAN

I think it's cute

you had Miranda do all

the talking for you.

LIZZIE

Uh, you've got this

all backwards, Ryan.

See, what we were doing...

( bell rings )

LIZZIE

...and that's all

we were doing.

RYAN

I couldn't quite hear

everything you said.

Let's pick this up

later, okay?

Um, the Digital Bean

after school?

Later.

LIZZIE

Wha...! No, I'm not... I...

( clears throat )

(to MIRANDA)

Miranda, you are never

going to believe

what just happened.

MIRANDA

How could you

do this to me?

LIZZIE

What are you

talking about?

Do what?

I was just explaining

to Ryan

everything that was

going on.

MIRANDA

Oh, yeah, that's why Ryan

just asked you out?

LIZZIE

Miranda, you don't...

MIRANDA

Save it, Lizzie.

You've said enough.

* And people who believe in me *

* I got miles and miles of things to see... *

MATT

Oh, yes!

( laughs )

Okay, four out of five.

Winner gets

to short-sheet

Lizzie's bed.

GORDO

Matt, we've been playing

this game for five hours.

MATT

And my bedtime's not

for another three.

GORDO

Look, we need to have a talk.

I know you're going

to find this hard to believe

but I miss Lizzie.

Miranda, too.

MATT

Hey, you know what?

We can glue Lizzie's

favorite chips together.

That way, when she goes to

open the bag

they all come out

in one big clump.

GORDO

But you've already put

peanut butter

in her shoes.

MATT

Actually, it was jelly

but I'll remember

that peanut butter

for next time.

GORDO

You know, Matt

we've had a lot of fun

these past couple of days.

MATT

Tons of fun.

GORDO

The hanging out.

Uh, the hacky-basket.

Cheese house.

But the truth is

I need to start

hanging out with Lizzie again.

MATT

That's crazy talk.

Come on

let's go see if there's

anything of Lizzie's

lying around

we can destroy.

GORDO

Sorry, little buddy,

no can do.

She's one of my best friends,

and believe it or not

she and I

have a lot in common.

MATT

But she's so boring.

GORDO

Look, you're only

ten-years-old.

You have plenty of time

to do stuff

before you become boring.

Invent another game.

Learn to juggle.

Build your very own

cheese house.

MATT

Hey, now you're talking.

GORDO

Well, I'm going

to go now.

But we can still

hang out on occasion.

MATT

Really? When?

GORDO

Whenever.

MATT

Mm, tomorrow?

GORDO

Mm, no.

MATT

This weekend?

GORDO

Mm, no.

How about the next time

the Monster Truck

Roundup's in town?

MATT

Cool.

MIRANDA

Ugh, I don't need

to be here.

LIZZIE

Yes, you do.

RYAN

Good, you made it.

I got us a table, Lizzie.

MIRANDA

Bye.

LIZZIE

Miranda, wait.

RYAN

Lizzie, it's okay.

Like I told you before

you don't have to be so shy

around me.

Miranda doesn't have to do

the talking for you.

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, that's it.

Gloves are coming off;

walls are coming down.

I'll show you who's shy.

LIZZIE

Ryan, look...

MIRANDA

Wait, what did you say?

LIZZIE

"Ryan, look"?

MIRANDA

(to LIZZIE)

Not you.

(to RYAN)

You.

RYAN

I said

you don't have to do

the talking for Lizzie anymore.

I'm sure she'll find her voice

now that everything is out

in the open.

MIRANDA

Wait a second.

In the monologue

you were so much smarter

than this.

So insightful and sensitive.

RYAN

Ah, the curse of the good actor.

People don't see you.

They only see the person

you're playing.

MIRANDA

You know waht?

I think that's been my problem.

I didn't fall for you.

I fell for the guy

you were playing.

TOON LIZZIE

Love is so complicated.

RYAN

Wait a minute.

You're the one that likes me?

MIRANDA

Let's make that "liked."

You know what,

now that I think about it

that whole crush thing doesn't

even work for me.

I get all jittery and

sweaty all the time.

Who wants that?

RYAN

Well, I'm sorry

you feel that way

but, you know, I'm happy

to give you an autograph.

MIRANDA

Later.

LIZZIE

Hey, Miranda.

Can you make up your mind

if you like someone

before I climb

in a garbage can?

MIRANDA

Sorry.

By the way, even if Ryan

were the guy for me

I should have never let him

come between us.

I'm sorry.

LIZZIE

It's okay.

We're friends.

And even if we get in a fight,

and you walk away from me

you'll always know

where to find me, okay?

Right here.

Let's go find Gordo.

GORDO

I can't believe that

after all that drama

your crush on Ryan

is actually over.

MIRANDA

And I can't believe

you're still talking

about it.

LIZZIE

He's making up

for lost time.

GORDO

I guess.

Let's just say that you two guys

aren't half as bad

as the stuff you talk about

constantly.

It's good to be back.

LIZZIE

So, anyone hungry?

MIRANDA

Oh, me.

GORDO

Me, too.

LIZZIE

There's some chips

in the kitchen. Let's go.

GORDO

I don't think you want

to eat the chips.

LIZZIE

Why not?

GORDO

Mm, never mind.

[ the song "Us Against the World" by Play plays]

* It's us against the world... *

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

GORDO

Get agoo, with a gee,

with a gah.

MIRANDA

( speaking gibberish )

LIZZIE

( speaking more gibberish )

LIZZIE

What is this about?!

( laughter )

( laughing )

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, that's it.

Gloves are coming off;

walls are coming down.

I'll show you who's shy.

Very funny, guys.

MATT

Let's go see...

LIZZIE

Hey Miranda,

you know,

I like

Your sweater.

MIRANDA

Ah, thanks, Lizzie.

LIZZIE/MIRANDA

( laughing )

LIZZIE

I'm so sorry!

I thought...
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MR ESCOBAR

* La-la-la-la-la-la-la. *

GORDO

Rehearsal better not

go late today.

I've got three

book reports to finish

and a science project

to mummify.

I don't have time

for all this stuff.

MIRANDA

Well, why did you

sign up, then?

GORDO

Because I need

a non-academic activity

on my school resume

to impress charter school

admissions officers.

MR ESCOBAR

Okay, people,

let's keep our chins

high, high, high in the air

and we'll all sound

like red-crested warblers.

GORDO

I tell you, all this extra

work I'm doing--

pressure is killing me.

MR ESCOBAR

And... one, two!

* Camptown ladies sing this song *

* Doo-dah, doo-dah *

* Camptown racetrack's five miles long... *

TOON LIZZIE

I wonder if the glee club

is ever going to perform a song

that wasn't a big hit

during the Civil War.

* ...on the bay. *

MR ESCOBAR

Lovely, everyone.

Let's practice,

practice, practice

when we're at home, and Gordo

let's keep those "doo-dahs"

a little snappier.

LIZZIE

Gordo, how do

you expect

to get anywhere in life

with sloppy "doo-dahs"?

Relax, it's just a joke.

MIRANDA

He's kind

of stressed.

Buried under

homework and stuff.

LIZZIE

You know, I think

we should try out

for the Fact-Athalon.

GORDO

Hello!

MIRANDA

Gordo's

already squashed

by all

the schoolwork he does.

Why would he sign up

for an academic competition

that would put

even more pressure on him?

It could kill him.

LIZZIE

Winners get to go to Miami.

MIRANDA

( gasps )

Miami?

Gordo, you've got

to win this thing

for us.

You've got to study

and you've got to win.

LIZZIE

We'll all study, we'll all win

and we'll all go to Miami.

MIRANDA

Madonna loves Miami.

GORDO

The Fact-Athalon might

be good for my resume.

All right, I'll do it,

but we have to do it together

and we have to be

completely focused.

MIRANDA

Completely focused.

LIZZIE

Completely focused.

TOON LIZZIE

There. Completely focused.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA / GORDO

Focus, focus,

focus, focus, focus!

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

MIRANDA

Okay. Who was

Ulysses S. Grant?

LIZZIE

Okay, okay.

Okay, I know this.

He was on the $50 bill.

MIRANDA

Yeah, but what did he do?

LIZZIE

It had something to do

with Abraham Lincoln

and Lincoln was

on the five,

so that must mean

Grant was ten times

more important.

MIRANDA

He was the commanding

Union general

of the Civil War.

LIZZIE

Ooh.

MIRANDA

Ask me something.

LIZZIE

Okay, who invented

the cotton gin?

MIRANDA

Oh, shoot. Um... um...

* I will always love you-hoo... *

Houston.

Houston.

Whitney Houston...

Eli Whitney.

I'm running out of memory hooks.

This is brutal.

LIZZIE

If our forefathers

knew how dull

history was going

to be, I bet they

wouldn't have gone around

making so much of it.

GORDO

Sorry I'm late-- I was

getting you doughnuts.

MIRANDA

Where are they?

GORDO

Oh, I ate them--

yours had coconut.

I know you don't like coconut.

MIRANDA

Okay. Thanks.

GORDO

So, I signed us up

for the Fact-Athalon.

All we need to do now

is get a faculty advisor.

Every team needs one.

LIZZIE

Oh, let's get Mr. Stoiko.

He's the smartest teacher

in the whole, entire school.

He's got that huge head.

GORDO

Kate already got him.

LIZZIE

( groans ):

Kate.

GORDO

Don't worry,

we can get Mrs. Trimmer.

She's tough, she's smart.

She'll make

us study hard.

MIRANDA

Sounds good. Gordo, quick--

what was Lincoln's

Gettysburg Address?

GORDO

318 Main Street,

Gettysburg, Pennsylvania.

Just a joke.

LIZZIE

That's not a joke.

"What does a cannibal

call a phone book?

A menu."

( laughing )

Now, that is a joke.

( laughing )

MATT

Hey, do we have any

musical instruments?

JO

Uh, my old cymbals,

from marching band.

MATT

No good.

Lanny and I

are starting a band.

We're living the dream

and you can't play

a blistering rock 'n' roll

anthem on the cymbals.

SAM

Well, how about my old guitar?

I used to be

in a band myself, you know.

MATT

You? Were in a band?

SAM

Yeah.

It was me and Cousin Ree-Ree

and his buddy Stucco.

We were called Midnight Sam

and the Love Patrol.

* When you feel the beat... *

* Dancing, dancing *

* Ooh, you've got to move your feet *

* Dancing, dancing *

* Oh, yeah, yeah, yeah... *

MATT

( laughs )

SAM

Hey, I'll have

you know, son-- we rocked.

JO

( snorts )

Sorry.

GORDO

Mrs. Trimmer wanted me

to work out a study schedule.

I figure we'll

put in an hour each day

in math, science,

history and English.

LIZZIE

Ugh.

Guess I'll just

have to get by

on three hours of sleep.

TOON LIZZIE

I cannot possibly study

four extra hours a day

and still have time

for the important stuff.

This is really

going to be a sacrifice.

MIRANDA

Ugh. I'm giving up

eating dinner

and talking to my parents

but it'll all be worth it

when we go to Miami.

We're totally going to win it

with Mrs. Trimmer.

MR DIG

Mrs. Trimmer

has left the country.

I'll be substituting

for her while she's gone.

GORDO

But, Mr. Dig,

she's supposed to be

our advisor for the Fact-

Athalon.

MR DIG

I got your back on that one.

LIZZIE

You're going to be our advisor?

MR DIG

Yeah, I was good enough to tutor

Christina Aguilera in Spanish

and tutor the governor

of Michigan in economics.

I was good enough

to tutor Ben Affleck

about Pearl Harbor.

LIZZIE

You taught all those people?

MR DIG

Oh, no. They wouldn't let me

but I was good enough,

and if I'm good enough for them

I'm good enough for you.

Meet me back here at 5:00

We'll start with math.

GORDO

Well, this should

be interesting.

SAM

Hey, guys.

What are you doing?

MATT

Well, Lanny says

that all the best bands

have more than two people

so were having auditions

for our third member.

SAM

Oh. So there's going

to be lots of kids

playing instruments

real loud all afternoon?

MATT

Uh-huh.

SAM

Uh-huh. Hey, honey, I'm going

to head down to the office

for the rest of the afternoon.

TROMBONE

( random notes )

CONGO DRUM PLAYER

( arrhythmic drumming )

ELECTRONIC PIANO

( many wrong notes )

OBOE PLAYER

( classical music )

JEW HARP PLAYER

( rhythmic twanging )

VIOLIN PLAYER

( uncertain tune )

MATT

Great, babe.

We'll call you. Okay?

TRUMPET PLAYER

( sour notes )

MATT

Name, please?

RICK

Rick. Rick Marotta.

MATT

He's a bit old

to be a rock star

don't you think?

( sighs )

It says here you've played

with Linda Ronstadt!?

James Taylor!?

Steely Dan!?

John Lennon!?

Never heard of them.

Okay, we'll see

what you got.

( sophisticated drum solo )

MATT

Congratulations, Rick.

You got yourself a gig.

RICK

Thanks, guys.

Thanks for the break.

( phone ringing )

Oh, excuse me.

Hello? Dad, I got the gig.

LIZZIE

Protractor, compass

and calculator.

KATE

Oh, look at

Lizzie studying.

You must really think

you can beat us.

LARRY

You guys have

less of a chance

than Marc Antony's fleet

at the Battle of Alexandria

in 12 BC.

It was a Tuesday.

CLAIR

You guys, we got

no time to waste.

We've got to study.

Study.

MIRANDA

( mocking )

Study, study.

(to LIZZIE)

Mark Anthony

the singer?

GORDO

Is it safe?

LIZZIE

Yeah. Go straight.

MIRANDA

Yeah, Now, turn right.

No, not... yet.

Okay,

now turn around.

Go left.

No, not your left--

my left.

MR DIG

Is that Gordo back there?

GORDO

I took out every math book

the library had.

LIZZIE

And we have

our compasses

and our rulers and our

protractors and everything.

MR DIG

Good. Good.

Get rid of it all.

GORDO

Why, what are we

going to study with?

MR DIG

These.

GORDO

Yeah.

MIRANDA

Uh, those are cards.

MR DIG

Very good, Miranda.

If we need you

to identify

any other objects

in the Fact-Athalon,

you're our go-to girl.

LIZZIE

So, what, are we going to, like,

study math by playing poker?

MR DIG

Course not. What kind

of bughouse idea is that?

We're going to play blackjack.

Grab some chips.

GORDO

Um... Maybe Mrs. Trimmer didn't

explain the Fact-Athalon to you

but it's intense.

We have to study.

MR DIG

We're just going

to do it differently.

Look. We are going

to learn things

by doing it.

If you play blackjack,

you learn math.

Addition, subtraction,

probability, ratios.

GORDO

I think we should study

the old-fashioned way.

You know, where you read books

and you memorize facts.

MIRANDA

Where you turn into an old,

worried man at 13.

GORDO

I am not an old man.

( groans )

LIZZIE

I think Mr. Dig's

way could work.

I think it could

really work well.

Hit me, dealer.

MR DIG

English history.

Grab thee a turkey leg

and eat it fast

'cause we didn't have

refrigeration

in the 16th century

and the only way to preserve

this is to cake it with salt.

( laughing )

Okay, we start

with H20

and then we add

bicarbonate of soda...

And that creates

carbon dioxide.

MIRANDA

Okay, I know there are at least

12 more face cards in the deck

which means

there's a two-to-one ratio

of face cards

to spot cards.

I'm going

to split my eights

so I can double my cookies.

LIZZIE

Anyone seen much

of the peasants, lately?

MIRANDA

Um. Saw them just today.

LIZZIE

Oh, and how are they?

MIRANDA

Muddy. You know, wallowing

in the muck and whatnot.

By the way, my liege,

I failed to produce thee

a male heir for the throne.

GORDO

Oh, no matter.

I'll just break away

from the Church of Rome

start the Church of England,

have your head lopped off

and marry that saucy wench.

LIZZIE

Okay.

MR DIG

Then we add a

sucrose compound

and a thickening agent.

And we shake it all up

and that creates...

an egg cream.

L'Chaim.

KATE

Do you believe

those dirks?

CLAIR

No time to talk--

study, study.

LARRY

You've got some sort of weird

Snakewoman From Mars thing

going on your neck there.

KATE

Stress rash

from all this studying.

Leave me alone.

CLAIR

Would you guys quit

distracting me?

MR DIG

Time to understand physics.

Bodies of unequal weight

fall at the same speed.

LIZZIE

Oh, cool--

Watermelon omelet.

Hit me.

13.

Hit me.

Boo-ya!

21!

TOON LIZZIE

Cash me out.

I'll be at the buffet.

MATT

That's a ridiculous name.

I don't want to call our band

"The Lanny and Matt Band."

What kind of name is that?

How could you

come up with that?

JO

Hey, what's going

on out here?

MATT

We can't agree

on a name for the band.

I want something

thought-provoking

something that says

we're all about the issues.

JO

Well, what do you

want to call it?

MATT

Spoink.

SAM

Well, maybe you guys

should focus

more on rehearsing,

and the name will

take care of itself.

MATT

You're right, Dad.

We've got to be all about

the music.

Count us in, Rick.

RICK

One, two, three.

( playing dissonantly )

MATT

( off-key ):

How many times have

I heard you complain?

Once. Twice...

SAM

I'll be at the office!

LARRY

Fifth Amendment?

KATE

Uh, protection against

self-incrimination.

GORDO

Greetings, wench.

Good fortune

and fair time of day.

Eww!

LARRY

Shouldn't you weirdoes

be out playing dress-up

or something?

MIRANDA

Listen, Twitchy

you guys are going down

faster than a watermelon

dropped off a building.

LIZZIE

Yeah. While you guys

were studying stuff

we were living it.

MR ESCOBAR

Thank you for coming, everyone

and welcome

to the 12th Annual Fact-Athalon.

( scattered applause )

MR ESCOBAR

Our first category is:

English History.

LIZZIE

Yes.

Fare thee well, Kate.

We've come to bury you,

not to praise you.

TOON LIZZIE

Alas, poor Kate.

Har-har-har.

MR ESCOBAR

Who commanded the British Fleet

at the Battle of Trafalgar?

LIZZIE

Oh...

( buzzer )

KATE

Lord Horatio Nelson.

MR ESCOBAR

Correct.

( ding )

LIZZIE

( sighs )

MR ESCOBAR

Name the competing factions

in the War of the Roses.

( buzzer )

CLAIR

The Lancasters and the Yorks.

MR ESCOBAR

Correct.

( ding )

MR ESCOBAR

Who signed the Magna Carta?

( buzzer )

LARRY

King John, in the year 1215,

at Runnymede.

MR ESCOBAR

Correct.

( ding )

LIZZIE

Uh-oh.

Ugh...

MR ESCOBAR

Moving on

to the American Revolution.

What year did

the Boston Tea Party occur?

( buzzer )

LARRY

December 16, 1773.

( ding )

MIRANDA

Why didn't we get that one?

GORDO

'Cause we didn't study

dates and places and times.

LIZZIE

I know

what the colonists felt

but I don't know

when they felt it.

He needs to ask questions

about turkey legs.

MIRANDA

This is massively stinkful.

MR ESCOBAR

What year

did Abraham Lincoln sign

the Emancipation Proclamation?

( buzzer )

MIRANDA

He signed it

so that abolition

would become an actual issue

of the Civil War

and to show that he was

confident in the Union Army

after the Battle

of the Antietam.

MR ESCOBAR

Mm, we're looking for the date.

MIRANDA

Oh, right-- the date.

Pass.

LIZZIE

( groans )

( buzzer )

KATE

September 22, 1862.

LIZZIE

Okay, here's the plan:

Gordo, you fake being sick.

Miranda, you turn on

the fire sprinklers.

Then we're going

to get out of here.

GORDO

Get real. We just have to focus.

We can do this.

( buzzer )

LARRY

Edward Jenner discovered

the smallpox vaccine.

( ding )

GORDO

Oh, for pity sake.

( buzzer )

LARRY

Jackson!

MR ESCOBAR

What is the square root of pi?

( buzzer )

LARRY

1.98324?

CLAIR

Charles Dickens in 1849.

( buzzer )

CLAIR

N.A.C.L.

KATE

1812.

( buzzer )

MR ESCOBAR

Correct.

( buzzer )

MR ESCOBAR

Correct!

MR ESCOBAR

Correct!

( buzzer )

LIZZIE

Aah!

LARRY

Missouri Compromise.

CLAIR

July 20th, 1969.

KATE

Ring-tailed lemur.

( dinging )

GORDO

Oh, my heart!

LIZZIE

Gordo, are you okay?!

KATE

( shrieks )

MIRANDA

Come on, come on, come on.

( Matt continues singing )

SAM

Do we have any aspirin?!

JO

You got a headache, too?!

SAM

No, I just think they'd

make good earplugs!

MATT

Okay, stop, stop, stop!

( music stops )

MATT

Hey, I need some

root beer for Lanny

and some coffee and antacid

for Rick Marotta.

JO

Um, Matt, your dad and I

are thinking

that maybe this band thing

just isn't working out.

I mean, you guys

rehearse a lot...

SAM

A lot.

JO

And you're not, um,

not getting much better.

MATT

Are you saying we should quit?

JO

No. No, no, no.

SAM

Well, yes.

MATT

Haven't you guys always told me

that if you really love

something

you should stick with it

no matter how long

it takes?

JO

Yeah. You know what?

We have always said that.

But, um, the thing is...

we were wrong.

SAM

Dead wrong.

We see that now,

Son.

MATT

Our band isn't giving up.

Today is Friday

and by the time we have our

backyard concert, on Sunday

we're going to be laying down

some insane tune-age.

And we don't need

your root beer.

SAM

The office is

closed on Sunday.

MATT

* 15! 16! *

GORDO

That didn't go well.

TOON LIZZIE

The Titanic didn't go well.

This was a disaster.

All we did was talk

like Old English weirdoes

and eat turkey legs.

KATE

Well, it looks like

you didn't bury us.

CLAIR

We buried you.

I've got to hand it to you

it's not often that students

do so bad

that their teachers quit.

LIZZIE

What?!

Mr. Dig's quitting?

KATE

That's what he

told Mr. Escobar.

( phone rings )

LARRY

Hello?

TOON LIZZIE

It's not too late

to hang up.

LARRY

Lizzie! Um,

I have caller ID.

LIZZIE

Oh... great.

TOON LIZZIE

Sometimes I wish I lived

in the Stone Age.

LIZZIE

Um... I just wanted

to know if you

were still available

for that date this weekend.

LARRY

Tudge rules.

Tudge rules!

( whooping )

LIZZIE

Okay, I guess that's yes.

LARRY

( dial tone )

Hello?

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

I'm going

to do this.

I'm going to go out

with Larry Tudgeman!

JO

And you're going

to have a great time.

( doorbell rings )

LIZZIE

What are you

doing here?

GORDO

Oh, I wanted

to make sure

that you were

actually going to

go through with this.

LIZZIE

Good-bye!

GORDO

Cool racer!

( doorbell rings )

( harp music playing )

LIZZIE

Larry?

JO

LARRY

But I've got to find

the perfect outfit.

They have this documentary thing

at school

so I've got

to kind of stick out.

JO

Honey, you look beautiful,

and if the documentary people

can't see that then they need

glasses, right, honey?

SAM

I'm just eating my pancakes.

LIZZIE

Thanks, Dad.

I'll just...

I'll just wear this.

MATT

Hey, Mom, I've got to stay

after school today.

JO

Why?

MATT

Because Melina Bianco put

a rubber snake

in the teacher's desk.

JO

Why do you have to stay

after school?

MATT

'Cause she made it look

like I did it.

JO

Are you mad at her?

MATT

Mad? No way.

Okay, the rubber snake

in the teacher's desk

a basic plan,

but the execution was brilliant.

I like her style.

JO

Okay, could you please explain

our children to me?

SAM

I'm just eating my pancakes.

( clamoring )

STAN

Good, good, I like it.

Good, good, good.

Like it a lot, folks.

Very nice.

LIZZIE

Oh, you look great.

MIRANDA

Oh, you, too.

That outfit rocks.

LIZZIE

Whoa, I guess everyone

had the same idea we did.

MIRANDA

Well, it was

a good idea.

LIZZIE

Ooh, so, are

you nervous?

GORDO

I don't know.

I don't think so.

STAN

There's our leading man.

LIZZE / MIRANDA

Leading man?

TOON LIZZIE

A leading man is tall,

dark and handsome.

I guess one out of three

isn't so bad.

STAN

Okay, Gordo is it?

GORDO

Yeah.

STAN

Our documentary is

about real life

so just go about

your day

and do what

you normally do.

GORDO

Okay.

STAN

Okay.

Good.

Ready?

Rolling.

GORDO (to LIZZIE and MIRANDA)

Hey, guys.

LIZZIE

Hey, Gordo.

MIRANDA

Hola.

STAN

Cut! Cut!

All right, remember that stuff

I said before?

Just forget it.

What is the root

of all good drama?

Conflict. The root

of drama is conflict.

So I want to see

a little bit of that

devil-may-care,

shoot-from-the-hip

rebel-without-a-cause

attitude I say yesterday.

Action!

KATE

Hi, Gordo. Will you

walk me to class?

STAN

( mouthing )

"Conflict"

GORDO

Why, did you forget

how to get there?

( Kate chuckles )

KATE

But, Gordo, you always

walk me to class.

GORDO

Not only do I not

walk you to class

but I don't speak

to you

'cause I don't like you.

You're a stuck-up snob

who thinks

that because she's

a cheerleader

she's better

than everyone else.

TOON LIZZIE

Bye-bye, Gordo.

It was nice knowing you.

KATE

( laughs nervously )

Gordo... bye.

GORDO

Bye.

TOON LIZZIE

Gordo, he's alive!

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

you just said that to Kate.

MIRANDA

I cannot believe

that Kate just stood

there and took it.

GORDO

Yeah, it felt good.

STAN

That was priceless.

Good work.

GORDO

Being in front

of the camera

isn't really that bad.

MIRANDA

And you were so

mean to Kate.

GORDO

I wasn't mean.

I was just telling it

like it is.

That's what

this school needs.

It needs someone

who can tell it like it is.

TOON LIZZIE

Wow, looks like there's

a new sheriff in town.

STAN

Stick with me, kid

and you're going

to go far.

LIZZIE

I guess he means

we're going to go

far, right?

MIRANDA

Hey, wait up.

MATT

This is my Nobel Prize.

MELINA

It's a bowling trophy.

MATT

Okay, let's forget about that.

Oh, this is me battling

a whaling ship

when I was

with Greenpeace.

MELINA

You cut this out

of a magazine.

MATT

I know there's something

up here somewhere.

MELINA

Nice gnome.

Is it yours?

MATT

Nah, it's my dad's.

He paints them

as a hobby.

Oops, still wet.

Come on. I want to show you

my new video game.

I'm on level 14

but I'll give you a chance

to catch up.

MELINA

Why don't you go in there

and set it up

and I'll be in in just a sec?

MATT

Okay.

JO

Matt, I'd like to

talk to you.

MATT

In a minute.

SAM

No, now.

Why did you do this

to my gnome?

MATT

That's not my work.

JO

Melina?

MELINA

I've been with Matt

the entire time.

SAM

You two were

the only ones home.

It had to be one of you.

JO

Okay, I'm going

to give you one minute

to come up

with the truth.

MATT

You had to go after the gnome.

MELINA

I'm not the one

with paint on my hands.

MATT

Okay, if we both take

the blame

they'll go easier on us.

MELINA

Okay.

SAM

Well?

JO

We're waiting.

MELINA

Matt did it.

MATT

I did it.

JO

Okay, Melina, I think

it's time for you to go home.

Matt, you're grounded.

SAM

For a long time.

Go to your room, Matt.

MATT

You're an artist.

MELINA

Thanks.

SAM

Go on, get.

MIRANDA

How sweet was that with Kate?

Gordo, the camera's

like a force field.

LIZZIE

Totally. So, what

was it like?

GORDO

Telling Kate off?

It was great.

LIZZIE

No, being followed

around by cameras?

GORDO

Oh, I don't know.

I don't really notice them.

MIRANDA

Yeah, right.

You're not a very

good actor, Gordo.

GORDO

Okay, okay.

It's pretty cool.

LIZZIE

You absolutely have

to find a way

to get us on camera.

MIRANDA

Yeah, you're

the star.

It should be a snap.

GORDO

Guys, I can't ask Stan

for preferential treatment

just because I'm a star.

TOON LIZZIE

How soon he forgets

the little people.

LIZZIE

Of course, you can.

That's the whole point

in being a star.

MIRANDA

And if you don't

you're going

to be very lonely

at the top.

GORDO

Okay, I'll ask him

but, guys, maybe if you stood

out more, that would help.

LIZZIE

Have you seen

our school lately, Gordo?

GORDO

I don't mean the way you look,

but what you have to say.

LIZZIE

So you're just telling us

to tell the truth like you.

GORDO

No, you just have

to find your own voice.

LIZZIE

So, just

be ourselves?

MIRANDA

I can be myself.

I've been myself

my whole life.

GORDO

Look, guys, I got to go.

I'll talk to Stan.

I'll see you tomorrow.

LIZZIE

For our television debut,

you bet.

MIRANDA

No one is better

at being me than I am.

I've been myself for 13 years.

Who else could play me but me?

( phone disconnects )

Um, guys?

Guys?

* Oh, yes, I'm the great pretender *

* Pretending that I'm doing well *

* My need is such that I pretend ... *

STAN

Who's that kid?

GORDO

Larry Tudgeman.

He's harmless.

STAN

Gordo, what is drama?

GORDO

Conflict?

STAN

Good. Go create it.

GORDO

So, Tudgeman

how would you describe yourself?

LARRY

I've always thought

of myself

as kind of James Bond

meets Captain Kirk

sort of guy, you know

boldly going where

no secret agent

has gone before.

STAN

Cut!

Gordo, look at that kid.

He's a walking disaster.

Now you got to go

after him

like you did that girl.

GORDO

But he didn't

do anything.

STAN

Do you want

to be a director?

GORDO

Well, yeah.

STAN

Well, you can't always be

a nice guy.

GORDO

So, Tudgeman, how long

have you been wearing

this same shirt?

LARRY

Why?

GORDO

Just there's this thing

called "personal hygiene."

I hate to break it to you,

but, Tudgeman, you're a geek.

LARRY

I'm a geek?!

No, I'm not!

My mom says the

other kids are

mean to me

because they're

jealous, okay?!

( frustrated gasps )

STAN

Great! I couldn't write

anything better.

GORDO

Let's move on.

LIZZIE

Gordo, I think

you were a little

harsh on Tudgeman.

MIRANDA

I would even go mean.

GORDO

I was just giving

Stan conflict.

TOON LIZZIE

Conflict? I think conflict

is when my nail polish

doesn't match my outfit.

STAN

So, tell me about your friends.

GORDO

Uh, my friends?

STAN

Yeah, how long have

you known each other?

GORDO

Well, we've known

each other

for a very long time.

LIZZIE

Forever.

MIRANDA

Yeah, forever.

Best friends.

LIZZIE

Yeah, we tell

each other anything.

MIRANDA

Oh, and we keep

each other's secrets.

GORDO

Secrets?

What secrets?

LIZZIE

Oh, nothing.

GORDO

You guys are

keeping stuff

from me?

Like what?

MIRANDA

Oh, like when Lizzie

was in the fourth grade

she had a crush on you.

GORDO

(to LIZZIE)

You did?

(to MIRANDA)

She did?

What else?

MIRANDA

Nothing.

Nothing else.

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

you just said that!

MIRANDA

I'm sorry!

It was a mistake!

Gordo tricked me!

GORDO

I didn't trick you.

Lizzie, is

there something

you'd like to share

about Miranda?

TOON LIZZIE

Share? Friends always share.

LIZZIE

Yeah, actually there is.

In the fourth grade

she used to come home

and snack on

doggie biscuits.

Oh, sorry, it was a mistake.

MIRANDA

I thought

you were my friend.

LIZZIE

I thought

you were mine.

MIRANDA

Yeah, but I didn't

do it on purpose.

It was a mistake,

unlike you.

LIZZIE

Yeah, my only mistake

was telling you anything.

STAN

That was great.

You have quite a future

ahead of you, kid.

GORDO

You guys hear?

Stan thinks I have

quite a future

ahead of me.

LIZZIE

Dirk!

MIRANDA

Dirk!

GORDO

What?

(to STAN)

Cut?

STAN

No can do.

* One way or another *

* I'm gonna find ya *

* I'm gonna get ya, get ya, get ya, get ya *

* One way or another *

* I'm gonna meet ya *

* I'm gonna get ya, get ya, get ya, get ya *

* One way or another *

* I'm gonna see ya *

* I'm gonna meet ya, meet ya, meet ya, meet ya *

* One day, maybe next week *

* I'm gonna meet ya *

* I'm gonna meet ya, I'll meet ya *

* I will drive past your house *

* And if the lights are all down *

* I'll see who's around *

MELINA

Matt, that wasn't

very nice.

MATT

I didn't even

see that coming.

MELINA

Then you'd

better hurry.

* One way or another... *

MATT

Melina, I've never

met a girl like you--

a girl who loves trouble

almost as much as I do.

MELINA

Almost?

MATT

Is he gone?

MELINA

Let me check.

Yeah, he's gone!

Come on out.

See you after school.

MATT

It's a date.

JO

Hey, how was school?

LIZZIE

Fine.

JO

So watcha doing?

LIZZIE

Studying.

JO

So...

Where are

Gordo and Miranda?

LIZZIE

I don't know.

JO

So are you going

to come right out

and tell me what's wrong

or do I have

to ask you?

TOON LIZZIE

Mom watches a lot of cop shows.

She always gets me to fess up.

LIZZIE

I thought this whole

documentary thing

would be cool,

but it's not

and now Miranda and I

are in a fight

because we told each other's

secrets to the camera.

JO

That doesn't sound

like you guys.

LIZZIE

I know, but the thing is

Gordo was the one

who started it.

JO

That certainly doesn't

sound like Gordo.

LIZZIE

He's completely changed.

It's kind of hard to understand.

He's being kind of mean

and he's the one who encouraged

us to tell the secrets.

JO

Oh, honey, the camera does

strange things to people.

I know it probably

doesn't make you

feel any better, but...

the documentary crew

is going

to be gone in a week

and your friends are still

going to be there.

TOON LIZZIE

Ooh, I hate it

when she tells me

what I already know.

LIZZIE

So how should I handle it?

JO

I think you

should talk to them.

Off-camera.

So what was the secret?

LIZZIE

Oh. That I, um...

I had a crush on Gordo

in the fourth grade.

JO

I knew it.

I mean, you did?

Really?

LIZZIE

Hey.

Can I talk to you?

MIRANDA

Me first.

LIZZIE

Look, I'm sorry.

MIRANDA

No, I'm sorry.

STAN

Who's that?

GORDO

Popular kid.

STAN

Go get him, tiger.

GORDO

So, Ethan, is there

anything more to you

than good hair?

ETHAN

What? Gordon--

why you got

to be like that?

I'm out.

Later, ladies.

LIZZIE

Gordo!

MIRANDA

What

were you doing?

GORDO

Oh, come on, that

was no big deal.

LIZZIE

It was so a big deal.

You were really

rude to him.

MIRANDA

That's not you.

GORDO

Listen, guys,

you know

I want to be

a director.

I don't want to blow

my big opportunity.

Stan really thinks

I have a knack for this.

MIRANDA

A knack for what--

hurting people's

feelings?

LIZZIE

Yeah, I can't believe

you're willing

to be mean to everyone

just to get what you want.

GORDO

That's not

what I'm doing.

I'm just being myself.

MIRANDA

Yeah, right.

TOON LIZZIE

Some alternate-universe

whacked-out alien version

of yourself.

LIZZIE

The one great thing

about you

is you know who you are,

and you are your own person.

MIRANDA

But now you're

letting this director guy

tell you who you are.

GORDO

Um... can we shut off

the cameras for a second?

STAN

No can do.

LIZZIE

So, if you're willing

to put this film

ahead of us, fine.

MIRANDA

I'm sure you'll make

a great director some day.

GORDO

Guys.

Come on.

STAN

It just keeps getting better.

GORDO

I've been thinking

about what

you guys said.

LIZZIE

Gordo, we

already told you.

We're not going to talk

to you on-camera.

MIRANDA

Sorry.

LIZZIE

Think that was

kind of mean?

MIRANDA

I think it was kind

of necessary.

TOON LIZZIE

That doesn't make me

feel any better.

GORDO

[Writes "GO AWAY" in big

leters on a notbook page and

shows it ot thte camera]

STAN

I love this kid.

MATT

I shouldn't be here.

I'm grounded.

MELINA

Do you always listen

to your parents?

MATT

When they're

angry, yeah.

MELINA

We'll only stay

for a second.

How many chances will we get

to be in a movie?

Besides, we're covered,

there's tons of adults here.

MATT

Okay, but promise

to lay low.

MELINA

I promise.

Come on.

GORDO

This whole documentary

is a joke.

STAN

Let's see where this is going.

GORDO

I know this

may end up

on the cutting-room floor

but it needs to be said.

This really isn't

what middle school is like.

This isn't real.

I was encouraged

by the director

to act the way I did.

It's not who I am

and that's not

how I treat my friends.

So if that's what it takes

to make it in this business

then maybe I'm not cut out

for it after all.

That's it. I'm done.

STAN

Cut. Cut. What are

you doing, kid?

I can't use

any of that.

GORDO

I know. So go find yourself

another zookeeper.

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

[Applauds}

LIZZIE

Now, that's the

Gordo I remember.

MIRANDA

Welcome back.

GORDO

It's good

to be back.

STAN

Hey, whoa, kid! Wait up!

MELINA

Matt, would you go

and get me some ketchup?

MATT

Okay.

Here's your ketchup.

MELINA

Oh, I don't need ketchup.

STAN

What the...?!

MATT (to MELINA)

You promised.

MELINA

I lied.

MATT

You're amazing.

STAN

You! Kid!

Come here!

MATT

Hiya!

STAN

Ha!

Got you now, kid.

Fire!

GORDO

Matt, catch!

STAN

( groaning )

GORDO

Aren't you glad things are

back to normal?

GORDO

Okay, you guys already know

what I'm going to say

so do I even need to say it?

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Yeah.

GORDO

Okay. You were right.

I'm sorry.

I let the documentary become

more important

than our friendship.

LIZZIE

Uh, where are the cameras

when you need them?

I would love to

have that on film.

STAN

I'm sure you'll all

be pleased to know

that there will be

no documentary

thanks to Mr. Ketchup

and you-- you just blew

a once-in-a-lifetime

opportunity, pal.

We will not be back.

Let's boot it!

TOON LIZZIE

What a shame.

I guess we'll all just have

to hang out and be happy.

LIZZIE

All right. it's safe

to come out.

MATT

Are you sure?

LIZZIE

Positive.

MIRANDA

Nice work

back there, Matt.

MATT

Am I in trouble?

LIZZIE

Not with me-- I think

you did a great job--

but with Mom

and Dad...

you're toast.

MIRANDA

So, was that your girlfriend?

MATT

She keeps on tricking me

and getting me into trouble.

I hope she's

my girlfriend.

GORDO

So, you really

had a crush on me

in the fourth grade?

LIZZIE

I was young.

I didn't know

any better.

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

LIZZIE

Okay, ma, mark.

Mark.

MAN

Okay, here we go, kids

and background action.

MAN

Cut, print.

GORDO

Matt, catch!

Pour it on.

TOON LIZZIE

( retching )

Oh, my gosh.

SAM (to GNOME)

I didn't know he

did this to you.

( sobbing )
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GORDO

I was watching this spy movie

last night,

and it got me thinking.

why do super-villains always

want to take over the world?

LIZZIE

Well, I think it would be kind of cool

to rule the world.

You could meet any celebrity

you wanted.

TOON LIZZIE

I could pass a new law making

Ethan Craft worship me.

And I guess I could feed

starving people or something.

But Ethan Craft

would be job one.

GORDO

You'd have to be in charge

of everything.

What if the electricity went

out in Stockholm?

Or there's a mud slide

in Argentina?

Or Thailand's being infested

with aphids?

I mean what do you do?

LIZZIE

I never thought of it

that way, Gordo.

MIRANDA

Luckily, I don't want to

rule the world.

I want to be a singer

on a cruise ship.

[ camera shutter clicks ]

JO

Hey, kids.

Lizzie, you got a package

from Gammy McGuire.

LIZZIE

Excellent.

My grandmother can't remember

when my birthday is,

so she just sends me stuff

every couple of months.

MIRANDA

Ooh, maybe it's that scarf

you wanted

or those cool rhinestone

sunglasses

or that jewelry box.

LIZZIE

Dwarflord: The Conquest?

MIRANDA

Or it could, you know, reek.

LIZZIE

"The game of dragon monarchs and

Dwarf warriors."

MIRANDA

Like I said.

LIZZIE

"Imagine you're

an exiled dwarflord,

"seeking to reclaim

your kingdom,

stolen by an evil wizard and

guarded by his dragon slave."

JO

Hey!

You're not throwing

your gift away.

GORDO

Why not? Didn't you hear

about the dwarflords?

JO

I want you to play it

at least one time,

and then if you don't like it,

we're gonna donate it to

charity.

LIZZIE

Fine. I'll play it.

Come on, Gordo and Miranda,

let's get this over with.

MIRANDA

Oh, I got to go home and

clean fish.

See, my dad went fishing, so I

have to go home and...gut them.

GORDO

And I'm gonna go home and try

and grow a mustache.

I've been meaning to.

LIZZIE

Miranda, I let you borrow my blue top,

and you got deviled eggs all

over it. Okay? You owe me.

MIRANDA

All right, all right.

LIZZIE

And, Gordo, if you don't play,

I'll tell everyone what you did

at Dakota Himmelfarb's

fourth of July party.

You know... with the mustard?

GORDO

Hey, what are we wasting time

yakking for?

Let's play Dwarflord.

TOON LIZZIE

Dear Gammy McGuire, thank you so

much for the cool present.

Next time, please send cash.

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

MIRANDA

Okay, Lizzie, you're in the

seventh room of discovery,

so you have to roll

the dream dice

and the toe bone of

Rumba Peter Goblin Beater.

LIZZIE

But, I thought I could get out of

the seventh room of discovery

by getting a wish feather

from a moon cat.

MIRANDA

Let's see...lodestones...

troll blessings...

Oh, here it is.

It says if you don't roll

the toe bone,

you have to cross the bridge

of ultimate darkness

And spend your wish feather

on insanity syrup.

LIZZIE

[ sighs ]

TOON LIZZIE

Whatever happened to

hide-and-go-seek?

Simple game -- you know count to 50,

then go hide...

ideally with ethan craft...

on a yacht.

LIZZIE

We've been playing this game

for 20 minutes now. Okay?

Gammy McGuire's gift

has been...enjoyed.

GORDO

You guys just want to quit

'cause I'm winning.

MIRANDA

You are?

H-how can you tell?

GORDO

Well, I've acquired

the 13 skulls,

and you know

what that means.

LIZZIE

No, I really don't.

Nor do I care.

GORDO

Well I can trade them in for a

shape-shifting button.

I'd turn into the dragon

Monarch. Then

I'd need to get an inferno

robe and a smoke shield.

MIRANDA

Mall?

LIZZIE

You bet.

GORDO

All right, all right,

I-I'll come.

LIZZIE

Bye, mom. Bye, dad.

SAM

Bye, honey.

JO

Bye, honey.

MATT

Mom, dad, I need a ride

to the docks.

SAM

How come, champ?

MATT

To check out some wharf rats.

JO

Are you talking about colorful

waterfront characters

named "Captain Salty"

or about actual

disease-carrying rodents?

MATT

The actual disease-carrying

rodents.

I'm studying wildlife

for school.

JO

Well, you're not studying rats,

young man.

MATT

Okay.

Well, I'm gonna go ride my bike

up to the hills

to check out

some rattlesnake nests.

See you at dinner.

JO

Hey, come here,

Indiana Jones.

You can study nature

right here, at home.

MATT

But there isn't any here.

Dad killed all the fire ants

with spray,

trapped all the mice and hosed

away all the wasp nests.

JO

SAM! How could you?

SAM

What? You want fire ants?

Hey, there is a bird's nest in

the oak tree in the backyard.

JO

Well quick, go study before your

dad cuts the tree down.

MATT

Good idea. I bet he's just itching

to chop that puppy down.

MIRANDA

So, Digital Bean

after school?

GORDO

I-I can't make it.

LIZZIE

Why what are you doing?

GORDO

Playing Dwarflord.

LIZZIE

Ha! No, really,

what are you doing?

GORDO

I'm playing Dwarflord.

LIZZIE

Why on earth

would you want to do that?

GORDO

'Cause I liked it,

and it turns out there's a Dwarf

tribe right here on campus.

MIRANDA

Really?

Do they get like special parking

or anything?

GORDO

A Dwarf tribe is a what you call

a group of people who get together

and the game on a regular

basis.

LIZZIE

I thought the name for that

was...

GORDO

You just don't understand it.

It's more of a guy's game.

The epic struggle of good versus

evil, the intricate strategies,

the mighty deeds

of fearsome warriors.

LARRY

Hail, Gordo Glimmerfoe.

The tribe salutes

its newest questling.

Huzzah!

Huzzah!

Huzzah!

MIRANDA

Farewell and good luck,

Gordo Hammertoe.

LIZZIE

Yeah, have fun

storming the castle.

LARRY

A thousand thanks,

Maidens fair.

GORDO

You know, they're making

fun of us.

LARRY

They are? Fine.

LIZZIE/MIRANDA

[ both gasp ]

LARRY

That ought to show them.

Huzzah!

Huzzah!

Huzzah!

LIZZIE

Ah!

What was that?

[ insects chirping ]

MATT

This is boring.

SAM

No, it isn't.

This is the whole miracle of

nature at work.

This is...life renewing

itself.

This is the universe unfolding

according to a grand plan.

MATT

And it's boring.

JO

Hey, mighty bird-watchers!

I brought you some snacks.

MATT

Oh, great. I'll come

right down and get them.

JO

That's okay.

You don't have to.

I can toss it up to you.

MATT

No, no, no that's way too dangerous.

I'll come right down and get them.

JO

Hey, where you going, sweetie?

MATT

Um...bathroom, yeah.

SAM

He's not coming back, is he?

JO

I wouldn't count on it.

Here's your juice.

SAM

Ow!

EDWARD

Anybody home?

JO

Hey, Sam,

Edward Sanchez is here.

SAM

(dejected)

Oh.

JO

Standing right next to me.

SAM

Oh!

Hey, Eduardo, remember that 15

bucks I borrowed from you?

I just keep forgetting

to give it back.

EDWARD

Ah, forget about that.

I have.

SAM

Oh.

EDWARD (to JO)

I brought back Sam's

hedge trimmer.

My topiary's

turning out well.

What's Sam doing

in the tree?

JO

Oh, it's a school project

for Matt. In fact

would you take this up

to him?

I'm afraid he's gonna die

of thirst.

EDWARD

Oh sure.

Coming right up, Sam.

SAM

Righty-o!

Thanks.

EDWARD

Right.

Hey, a bird's nest!

SAM

Yeah, sparrows, I think.

You want some protein bar?

EDWARD

Ah, Thanks.

Wait!

Don't hog all the juice!

SAM

EDWARD

Oh.

[ rings ]

MIRANDA

Hello?

LIZZIE

Hey, do you understand this

english homework?

MIRANDA

I understand

that it's a pain in the rear.

I guess we could go down to

the library and check out

some reference books.

Or we could...

LIZZIE

Call Gordo!

All: huzzah!

[ telephone rings ]

GORDO

Gordo.

LIZZIE

Hey, explain prepositional

phrases.

GORDO

Sorry, I'm kind of busy

right now.

MIRANDA

This is your homework hour.

What are you doing?

GORDO

Um...nothing special.

All

The hour of magic

is upon us.

LIZZIE

Are you playing that munchkin

game again?

GORDO

Yea.

And I'm about to vanquish

the winged werewolf

to the eighth vortex,

so I can't really help you

with your prepositions

right now.

LARRY

Is that Lizzie and Miranda?

GORDO

Look, I have to roll

the toe bone.

I'll see you guys later.

MIRANDA

I'm a little worried

about this.

LIZZIE

Me too. You know how Gordo

obsesses about things.

MIRANDA

I mean I'm worried about how we're

gonna get this homework done.

My mom's working tonight,

and my dad's up in a tree

with your dad.

LIZZIE

Well, I'm worried about Gordo.

He's way too interested in

this game.

And tudgeman plays it.

That puts a red flag up

right there.

MIRANDA

He's gonna lose interest in

it eventually,

just like his carrier pigeons.

[ camera shutter clicks ]

TOON LIZZIE

He didn't lose interest

in his pigeons.

A cat developed an interest

in them.

LIZZIE

I hope you're right, but I'm

gonna keep an eye on him.

[ sighs ]

LIZZIE

So, are we gonna study

together?

GORDO

I can't.

I've got other plans.

(to VERUCA)

Oh, princess candlewick,

I figured out

the circle stone code.

VERUCA

Oh, my gosh!

Now we can get into the

dragon chamber.

And then we can battle the man

with the iron fist

After we go through the eighth

vortex twice.

LIZZIE

Hey, Gordo.

GORDO

[ grumbles ]

MIRANDA

We thought we'd have lunch

with you.

GORDO

[ grumbles ]

LIZZIE

There's ground-up eyeballs in

the chili today.

GORDO

[ grumbles ]

LIZZIE

GORDO!

[ gasps ]

TOON LIZZIE

Yikes! Okay, I see

what the problem is.

Gordo died a few weeks ago and

didn't bother to tell us.

MIRANDA

Gordo, what's with

the dark circles?

You look like a raccoon.

LIZZIE

Have you been getting

any sleep at all?

GORDO

No time.

I'm this close to solving the

riddle of the silver hammer.

LIZZIE

And where's your lunch?

GORDO

I told you -- silver hammer!

Quit being a nag worm.

LIZZIE

But --

MIRANDA

Yeah, Lizzie, quit being

such a nag worm! Sheesh!

[ rock 'n' roll introduction ]

* whoa-oa *

* teenage breakdown *

* it's you, it's me, it's all that I can take *

GORDO (to LIZZIE)

Hey, McG, sorry I ragged on you

the other day.

I was out of line.

LIZZIE

Oh, I was just worried about you.

You have to eat.

GORDO

I know. i know.

That's why I was hoping

I could borrow a couple bucks

and get a turkey burger?

LIZZIE

You don't have any money?

Did you spend all your cash

on those stupid dwarf

game-card thingies?

GORDO

Yeah, yeah, I wasn't thinking

clearly.

That's why a turkey burger

would be good.

I'd get some food in me.

LIZZIE

[ sighs ]

Okay.

Here. And get some sleep, too.

You're falling apart.

GORDO

Yeah, yeah I will. Thanks.

See ya.

* I may be just another stupid guy *

GORDO

Hey, still got the golden

edition dragon monarch card?

GUY

Got the money?

* teenage breakdown *

GORDO

Huzzah!

GUY

Huzzah!

* it's all that I can take *

LIZZIE

Not bad -- B-plus.

MIRANDA

Me too.

The only one I got wrong was,

"Where's the english channel?"

I thought it was

next to E-S-P-N.

How about you, Gordo?

GORDO

Oh, I got an "A."

LARRY

Glimmerfoe, join us.

Princess candlewick has acquired

the alabaster dragon egg.

GORDO

Oh, cool!

LIZZIE

We've lost Gordo.

He's obsessed with

Dwarflord.

MIRANDA

It's worse than that.

LIZZIE

Gordo got an "F."

GORDO

Okay, I'm here.

Let's play.

Where are your game pieces?

LIZZIE

We don't have any.

GORDO

Your message said you wanted to

play Dwarflord.

LIZZIE

Yeah, well, there's a simple

explanation for that.

MIRANDA

We lied.

LIZZIE

Just like you've been lying

about your grades

and what you've been doing

with your lunch money.

Oh, I'm sorry.

I mean my lunch money.

GORDO

Fine. You don't want me to

borrow your lunch money anymore?

I won't

LIZZIE

That's not it, Gordo.

We just don't want you to play

Dwarflord anymore. Okay?

It's taken over your life.

GORDO

It has not.

MIRANDA

Has so!

GORDO

I swear on the sacred shield

of Owen Thunder Eater,

it has not!

All right, maybe that didn't

sound so good,

but I know what I'm doing.

LIZZIE

We don't think you do.

We want you

to go back to normal.

We want you to stop.

GORDO

No.

Look, I can stop playing any

time I want to,

but I'm not going to just

because you say so.

I'm outta here.

MATT

Man, that's

one bad Dwarflord jones.

LIZZIE

What do you know about it?

MATT

It's a cool game, but it can

take you down a bad road.

Last year, Lanny was seriously

on the Dwarf.

Spent all his money on

collectors' cards,

talked nonstop

about his characters.

That Dwarflord is bad medicine.

LIZZIE

I just hope

He can get over it.

MATT

You can hope. And you can hope

a grizzly bear doesn't eat you

if you rub yourself with bacon.

Gordo's a dwarfhead.

He needs help.

MIRANDA

So will you help him?

MATT

It won't be easy.

It will be intense...

It will be ugly.

But, Gordo helped me that time

I got my head stuck

in the banister.

Aahhh!

I owe him one.

DANIELLA

I-I hate to bother you,

but I really think

Edward left his cellphone at

home on purpose

so I couldn't call him.

JO

Edward, your wife is here.

EDWARD

(dejected)

Oh.

JO

Standing right next to me.

EDWARD

Oh!

DANIELLA

Edward, you've been over here

for four hours now.

Remember, you promised to

clean the rain gutters.

EDWARD

I want to watch the eggs!

DANIELLA

I really think

it's time for you to come

home now.

EDWARD

No.

DANIELLA

Eduardo, vamanos!

EDWARD

no quiero.

JO

Sam, maybe you ought to come

down, too.

SAM

I don't want to.

Just give us

our potato chips.

JO

All right,

I'll come up there.

EDWARD

No! No girls allowed.

SAM

Yeah!

JO

Hey, want to go to the

day spa?

DANIELLA

Sure! I've got Edward's

credit card.

MATT

Just as I thought --

they've posted sentries outside

the game chamber.

These are

hard-core Dwarfites.

Miranda, you know what to do.

MIRANDA

(flirting)

Hi!

GUY2

[ gulps ]

Hi.

MIRANDA

That's a really great outfit.

GUY2

Really?

MIRANDA

Yeah, I've always had a thing

for, uh...what are you again?

GUY2

Half-elf, half-badger.

MIRANDA

For one of those!

Hmm, pitter-patter.

Oh, listen,

could you show me where the

nearest water fountain is?

I'm feeling kind of warm.

GUY2

A quest I would fain undertake

for a damsel.

MIRANDA

Yeah-huh.

GUY2

I won my spurs in the gremlin

wars of the 12th dimension when --

Aahhh!

MIRANDA

You're half-elf, half-badger.

You won your spurs in the

Gremlin wars.

LIZZIE

I wish I had time for a bath.

I smell like a petting zoo.

LARRY

A great thirst grows upon me.

The wizard of the wood glen

craves a break.

Princess candlewick,

prepare the dwarf brew.

LIZZIE

How are we supposed to get

Gordo out of there?

MATT

That dwarf brew they're

drinking?

It's a strong iced tea.

Gordo Glimmerfoe's gonna need

a pit stop anytime now.

Okay, here's what we do.

GORDO

It's off to the watering trench,

my half-badger brethren.

Ah! You're tickling me!

Don't jostle me!

I have to go to the bathroom!

MIRANDA

Careful!

We're losing it!

GORDO

Aaahhhh! This isn't helping the

bathroom situation at all!

LARRY

Glimmerfoe?

Art thou still in the toilet?

GORDO

What are you doing to me?

LIZZIE

We're helping you.

GORDO

How is this helping me?

MATT

Dwarflord!

GORDO

Owww!

MATT

Dwarflord!

GORDO

Owww!

MATT

Dwarflord!

GORDO

Owww!

MATT

This is aversion therapy.

The thing you like

causes you pain.

Therefore,

you don't like it anymore.

GORDO

What are the wires for?

MATT

Well, the wires

are for absolutely nothing.

They just look pretty cool.

GORDO

Well, if you don't cut this out,

I'm gonna cause you pain.

MATT

Okay! Moving on

to the next step.

GORDO

Ow!

MIRANDA

I just wanted to do one.

It looked fun.

GORDO

Why are you doing this?

LIZZIE

Because we want you back the

way you were.

MIRANDA

Back in the old days,

when you ate and slept and

talked like a normal person.

GORDO

Maybe I just like Dwarflord.

LIZZIE

Well, maybe you do, but

if you don't change, you're

gonna end up like this.

Alvin Steck -- he's a regional

Dwarflord champion.

He's 36 years old, and he lives

in his mother's basement.

MIRANDA

He works part time at a

barbershop, sweeping up hair.

He hasn't had a date

since his junior prom.

LIZZIE

He took his cousin.

MIRANDA

His whole life is dwarflord.

He missed out on swimsuit

calendars, curly fries,

and souped-up motorcycles.

MATT

Don't miss out, Gordo.

[ beethoven's "ode to joy" Plays ]

GORDO

Ahhh!

Enough, enough, enough!

French froes, french fries --

give me french fries.

How about we go to the lake

tomorrow?

And Matt you want to watch a

basketball game tomorrow night?

Is there ketchup?

LIZZIE

No!

MATT

The crisis has passed.

my work here's done.

GORDO

You know what's really good?

I mean with Sugar-o's

and marshmallow puffies.

Very good combination.

I say, we do the mall today,

and we can save the lake for

Next week, when it's suppose to

be warmer.

TOON LIZZIE

Gordo's back!

I mean, he still obsesses

about stuff,

but at least it's good stuff,

like sports and junk food...

And helping me with my homework.

LIZZIE

Sounds good to me, Gordo.

GORDO

And when we're at the beach,

we can get curly fries.

MIRANDA

Dwarflord!

GORDO

Ow!

MIRANDA

Just checking.

SAM

Hey! Everybody!

Come quick!

EDWARD

Yes, hurry!

SAM

Come on!

The eggs are hatching!

EDWARD

H-hurry!

Their little beaks are

breaking through.

We're fathers!

SAM

Kids, you should really see

this.

Nature is such a miracle.

LIZZIE

Uh...you guys ready to go

to the mall?

MIRANDA

Sounds good.

GORDO

Ah, the mall --

no trolls, no wizards.

Just cinnamon buns,

the arcade, and you guys.

Thanks for pulling me back.

LIZZIE

Sure.

But now you get to pay

for the cinnamon buns!

SAM

Look!

One's poking its head out.

and it's black.

EDWARD

They're crows...

cute, little crows.

[ crow caws ]

SAM

Hey, that must be the mother.

Looks like she's in a hurry.

EDWARD

She looks...angry.

SAM

Oh-oh!

EDWARD

Oh-oh!

[ crow cawing ]

JO

Oh, I'll go get some ice packs.

MATT

Is my school project

done yet?

SAM

Yeah, it's done.

I think I sprained

my shoulder.

MATT

Cool! My next project

is first aid.

Does that hurt?

SAM

Ow!

MATT

That?

SAM

Ow!

MATT

How about this?

SAM

Ow!

MATT

That?

SAM

Son.

--------------

BLOOPER REEL

--------------

LARRY

Stop that!

Director: and...uh-oh.

[ laughs ]

Pbht!

Pbht!

MIRANDA

Could you show me where the

nearest...

You want I should

rough him up...

LIZZIE / MIRANDA

Pbht!

Pbht!

SAM

Yo, Savage,

are you watching this?

TOON LIZZIE

I could pass a new law making

Ethan Craft worship me.

Oops.

LIZZIE

[ sneezes ]

...of the 12th dimension --

Unhand me!

LIZZIE McGUIRE
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LIZZIE

Look, all I'm saying is

if they're going

to go to the trouble

of remaking

a classic movie...

GORDO

I agree with you.

They should've at

least used real apes.

MIRANDA

Ooh, good Lizzie,

you're here.

You almost missed it.

LIZZIE

Almost missed what?

MIRANDA

Ethan Craft.

He's... he's...

LIZZIE

Is today the day?

GORDO

Is this, like, one

of those girl things

that I'm not going to get?

Or even care about?

LIZZIE

Actually, it's an Ethan thing.

MIRANDA

It's a known fact that all

the boys in Ethan's family

get dirt bikes when they're 14.

GORDO

So what?

LIZZIE

So... so look at him.

( engine revving )

TOON LIZZIE

Oh, to be that helmet.

ETHAN

Ladies...

MIRANDA

Oh... he's more...

something than usual.

LIZZIE

He is. He so is.

MIRANDA

It's like he's Ethan, only more.

And better.

LIZZIE

Yeah.

GORDO

Okay, what am I

missing here?

LARRY

Excuse me. Pardon me.

Hot coffee. Coming through.

MIRANDA

I don't see any coffee.

LARRY

No, but the expression

parts a crowd like Moses.

So what's all the hubbub?

LIZZIE

It's Ethan.

MIRANDA

He's all grown up.

LARRY

Oh, yeah.

LIZZIE

Larry, why are there

teeny bits of tissue

all over your face?

LARRY

I started shaving.

MIRANDA

Why?

LARRY

This isn't a one man town,

you know.

There's plenty of room

for the both of us.

Oh, and you, too, Gordo.

GORDO

Huh?

LARRY

Uh, nothing.

Hasta luego.

May the force be with you.

And peace out.

GORDO

I don't get it.

Tudgeman starts shaving

and suddenly

he thinks he's all that.

MIRANDA

It does kind of

mean something, Gordo.

GORDO

What, he can raid

his father's medicine cabinet?

LIZZIE

Gordo, shaving is a sign

of maturity.

GORDO

Maturity?

It's Tudgeman.

LIZZIE

I don't know.

Must be something in the water.

I mean, first Ethan, now Lar...

MIRANDA

You're not actually going

to use Ethan and Larry

in the same sentence,

are you?

GORDO

You just did.

LIZZIE

Look, Gordo...

maybe they're...

you know

growing up a little

faster than you are.

GORDO

I don't even know

how to respond to that.

TOON LIZZIE

At last,

after years of conversation

I finally stumped him!

MIRANDA

Look, Gordo, don't worry.

I'm sure

you'll start shaving.

Someday.

LIZZIE

Come on, let's go see what

Ethan looks like up close.

GORDO

Not even a good-bye?

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

LIZZIE

Hey, Gordo.

GORDO

Elizabeth.

TOON LIZZIE

Elizabeth?

My mom doesn't even call me that

when she's mad at me.

LIZZIE

The name's

Lizzie, David.

GORDO

And how are you this fine

afternoon, Miss Sanchez?

LIZZIE

Are you feeling okay?

GORDO

I'm being

sophisticated.

MIRANDA

No, you're being annoying.

GORDO

Yeah, you're right.

I can't even pretend

to be a grownup.

I'm going to be a kid

forever, aren't I?

TOON LIZZIE

Okay, a little help here.

Gordo's usually the one

with all the answers.

LIZZIE

Gordo, look, there are tons

of kids around here.

MIRANDA

Yeah, and if there weren't

it'd be really weird

that we're all still in school.

GORDO

I just can't believe

that my parents

left such a crucial decision

in my hands.

LIZZIE

What decision?

GORDO

When to become a man.

Okay, I'm Jewish, right?

Well, traditionally,

in my religion

when you turn 13,

you have a Bar Mitzvah.

MIRANDA

A bar?

Like, where you

drink and stuff?

At 13?

GORDO

No, it's a ceremony.

You start it as a child

and when you're finished,

you're a man.

LIZZIE

Ooh, that must take

a really long time.

GORDO

No, only about a half an hour.

You read from the Torah and...

MIRANDA

Okay, you lost me again.

GORDO

It's the Bible,

the Jewish version.

So you read from the Torah

and you sing some prayers

and you give a little speech

and then you have

this huge party

where they give you tons

of money and gifts and stuff.

MIRANDA

People give you money?

LIZZIE

And you didn't have one?

GORDO

Well, my parents didn't push me.

When they were kids,

they didn't have a choice.

They wanted me to come

to the decision on my own.

And now I totally missed the window.

TOON LIZZIE

Open up! Open up!

Beaucoup bucks are at stake.

MIRANDA

Didn't you want

a bar mitzvah?

GORDO

I guess I didn't see the point.

Like a half hour ceremony

would turn me into a man?

MIRANDA

Who cares?

We're talking about money.

( cash register rings )

LIZZIE

Maybe you're like Peter Pan.

Doomed to be a boy forever.

MIRANDA

Ooh, clap if you believe.

Tinker Bell? Hello?

LIZZIE

Personally, I don't

see the big point

in growing up

anytime soon.

I mean, we can't drive,

we can't vote.

Where are all the perks?

MIRANDA

Exactly.

And 13 is kind of young to be

considered a grownup.

In my culture,

you have to be 15.

We have a ceremony, too.

A Quincenera.

LIZZIE

Ooh, do they give you money?

MIRANDA

I'm not sure

but lots of music and

great food, though.

GORDO

Speaking of which, I'm starved.

LIZZIE

That's always a good sign

you're feeling better.

GORDO

Please, I think

about food constantly.

MIRANDA

Me, too.

TOON LIZZIE

Food, bringing people together

everywhere.

L'chaim.

( doorbell rings )

SAM

I'll get it.

JO

I'll get it.

Hey, handsome.

SAM

Hey...

there, beautiful.

JO

That's better.

Hey, Mrs. Robinson.

Matt, what did

you do this time?

MATT

It's all a misunderstanding.

MRS ROBINSON

He was stealing oranges

from my tree... again.

SAM

Is this true, Matt?

MATT

Well, "stealing"

is such a...

strong word.

JO

Get in the house

right now.

MRS ROBINSON

It's the third time this week.

MATT

Fourth.

Oh.

MRS ROBINSON

Fourth time this week

that he climbed into my garden

crushed my rhododendrons

and took that which

did not belong to him.

It's criminal!

JO

I'm very sorry, and

it won't happen again.

MRS ROBINSON

That's what you said yesterday.

SAM

Boys will be boys,

huh, Mrs. Robinson?

JO

Thank you.

We will take care

of it, Mrs. Robinson.

(to SAM)

"Boys will be boys?"

MATT

What's the big deal?

I mean, she's got about

a million oranges on her tree.

So I sold two

maybe three... dozen.

SAM

You did?

JO

You did what?

MATT

Hey, I would've

split the profits with her

but she seemed so angry.

JO

Can you blame her?

(to SAM)

Can you?

SAM

He said he was going to split

the profits with her.

JO

Sam!

SAM

Don't steal oranges.

MATT

Okay.

SAM

(to JO)

See? All better.

JO

That's all you're going

to do about it?

SAM

Yes?

( buzzer )

No?

Maybe?

What was the question again?

JO

I don't believe this.

It's like I have

two boys to discipline.

MATT

Can I be excused?

This stuff is getting

kind of heavy.

JO

Sure.

You're excused.

'Cause you know what?

I'm going on strike.

From now on, you're

in charge, Dad.

MATT

Cool!

JO

Yeah, when

Matt's school calls

which they will

when the neighbors

complain

which they will

when Lizzie screams "Mom!"

which she

definitely will

take those as your cues.

'Cause they're all yours.

SAM

Yeah, but...

JO

And if you need me

I'll be soaking in the tub.

MATT

Guess it's just

me and you, Pops.

Orange?

SAM

Thanks.

MATT

Later.

GORDO

Ooh.

Hey, guess what?

MIRANDA

What?

GORDO

You know how I was

bummed out yesterday

about the whole ceremonial-

rites-of-passage-

growing-up-

being-a-man thing?

LIZZIE

No, what are you

talking about?

GORDO

Come on, this is serious.

TOON LIZZIE

Really serious.

He didn't even get my sarcasm.

LIZZIE

Sorry, go ahead.

GORDO

Well, after school,

I went on this quest.

I wanted to see how my brothers

in the adult world became men.

MIRANDA

You have brothers?

GORDO

I mean in

the philosophical sense.

I spoke to

a bunch of guys.

You know, interviewed them.

It was very enlightening.

I even recorded it

for posterity.

LIZZIE

Ooh, can we see?

SONNY (biker)

[ Sonny Reid became a man: 1964 ]

After high school.

I needed some direction,

some purpose.

GORDO

So what'd you do?

SAM

[ Sam McGuire became a man: 1976 ]

And I asked my father

for a driving lesson.

JEREMY

[ Two Big Guys became men: 1986 ]

We painted our faces

for the Super Bowl.

I was blue.

He was orange.

DAVID

Da' Bears!

JEREMY

Da' Bears!

INDIAN

[ Will Rainwater became a man: 1938 ]

One day, my father took me

to the lake.

He said, "Son, today you will

catch your first fish.

And in so doing,

today you will become a man."

GORDO

How old were you?

SONNY (biker)

I was 16.

SAM

15 and a half.

INDIAN

11.

JEREMY

17.

DAVID

17.

EDWARD

18 when I met Miranda's mother.

That is the day I became a man.

SONNY (biker)

My first tattoo.

INDIAN

I caught it with my bare hands.

Never has a fish tasted so good.

JEREMY

Or the way Walter Payton

cried when they won the game.

DAVID

It was a beautiful thing.

JEREMY

Yeah, because they were

man enough to be that way

in front of millions

of people.

SONNY (biker)

Plus, the chicks

really dig them.

SAM

Anyway, I paid

for the light pole

so, you know, it was

a lesson in responsibility.

And that pretty much

was when I became a man.

GORDO

I now know

what I need to do.

MIRANDA

Are you going to say

tattoo parlor?

That's so gross.

I'm so there.

GORDO

I can always count

on you, Miranda.

LIZZIE

You guys are

not serious.

GORDO

You're right.

I'm Gordo.

I'm about to become a man.

* When I grow up to be a man *

* Will I dig the same things that turned me on as a kid? *

* Will I look back and say *

* That I wish I hadn't done what I did? *

* Will I joke around *

* Ooh, still joke around *

* And still dig those sounds *

* Ooh, still dig the sounds *

* When I grow up to be a man... *

MIRANDA

All I'm saying is

I thought the tattoo of

the flower was pretty.

LIZZIE

Not exactly

manly, but...

GORDO

Well, apparently,

neither am I.

LIZZIE

Look, Gordo, one of the

great things about you

is you do things

on your own time

not when everybody

else does.

MIRANDA

Yeah, what's the big rush

in growing up anyway?

GORDO

I just want to know

when it happens.

I mean, where's my moment?

I can't shave yet,

I don't have a dirt bike.

The tattoo was obviously

not for me.

I can't even catch a fish.

How am I going to know

when I'm no longer a boy?

LIZZIE

I guess you'll

just know.

GORDO

That's not good enough.

You guys will know

when it happens.

It's biological.

MIRANDA

Ooh, creepy.

Let's not go there.

GORDO

Never mind.

I guess it's a guy thing.

You guys just can't understand.

LIZZIE

Gordo, we're trying

to understand.

GORDO

I'd better go.

It's getting near

my bedtime anyway.

That was a joke.

I may still be a kid, but

I don't actually have a bedtime.

LIZZIE

We knew that.

MIRANDA

I didn't.

TOON LIZZIE

What's his rush?

Girls mature faster

than boys anyway.

Hey! That means me first.

Me! Me! Me!

SAM

Matt...

I thought we said

no more video games.

It's part of your

punishment, remember?

MATT

I thought that was yesterday.

You said that painting

Mr. Nelson's lawn green

was an improvement over

the dead grass and weeds

that usually

grow there.

And you were punishing me to,

I think you said

"prove a point."

SAM

(to JO)

He's just joking, honey.

JO

SAM

* Bad boys, bad boys, whatcha gonna do? *

JO

Sam!

* Bad boys, bad boys, whatcha gonna do? *

* Whatcha gonna do when they come for you? *

* Ya chalk it on that one, ya chalk it on this one *

* Ya chalk it on your mother and ya chalk it on your father *

* Ya chalk it on your brother and ya chalk it on your sister *

* Ya chalk it on that one and ya chalk it on me *

* Bad boys, bad boys *

* Whatcha gonna do? *

* Whatcha gonna do when they come for you? *

* Bad boys, bad boys *

* Whatcha gonna do? *

* Whatcha gonna do when they come for you? *

* You're too bad... *

* You're too cool...*

* You're too bad...*

* You're too cool, yeah...*

* Bad boys, bad boys *

SAM

Your behavior

your attitude, are just so...

bad.

I really...

I don't know what I'm going

to do with you, Matt.

MATT

Be Zen-like.

Do nothing.

JO

( snorts )

SAM

That is exactly the attitude

I'm talking about.

What would your mother do

in this situation?

MATT

What is the situation exactly?

SAM

Well, you put our garden hose

in the Lippins' mailbox.

You decided

you wanted to play "mudslinger"

in the Dennises' yard,

and you gave Cocoa a mohawk.

MATT

Hey, it was hot outside.

I thought I was

doing Cocoa a favor.

SAM

All right, that's it--

go to your room.

MATT

My room?

SAM

Yes.

MATT

That's it?

That's my punishment?

SAM

Hey, I'm just getting started.

MATT

Okay, so...

When do you think

you'll be finished, then?

SAM

That's it. Go!

JO

Amateur. Total amateur.

SAM

Just go.

SAM

(to JO)

Hi, honey.

JO

Huh.

LIZZIE

Uh, Mom, can I talk

to you about something?

It's...

JO

Sorry, I'm

off-duty. Sam?

Maybe you're

better at this

than at disciplining.

LIZZIE

( sighs )

SAM

So...

what's up?

TOON LIZZIE

Yeah. Like I'm really

going to talk to my dad

about what's going on

in my life.

SAM

Everything okay?

TOON LIZZIE

Well, when he asks so nicely.

LIZZIE

Yeah. I saw you

in Gordo's movie.

SAM

Oh, yeah?

That come out okay?

LIZZIE

Pretty good. Gordo still

feels like a kid, though.

SAM

Yeah. I remember

what that feels like.

It feels... light.

TOON LIZZIE

Light? I knew we didn't speak

the same language.

SAM

You know,

like eating an ice cream cone

and it's dripping

down the side of your hand.

Or you're playing baseball

in the street

and the sun's about to set

Or staying up late

just because it's fun.

LIZZIE

Why else would you stay up late?

SAM

Because it's the only time

you have to eat your dinner.

Or pay your bills.

Or do your laundry.

LIZZIE

Oh.

SAM

But it's okay, because by the

time you get to go to sleep

you really feel

like you've accomplished

something for yourself

and for your family.

It's a nice feeling.

LIZZIE

I guess that's what

it feels like to be grown up.

SAM

Sometimes.

Hey, uh...

What do you think

Matt's punishment should be?

LIZZIE

What'd he do?

SAM

Would you like to get

an ice cream with me?

LIZZIE

I'd love to.

TOON LIZZIE

Good advice and ice cream?

Maybe I should talk

to my dad more often.

GORDO

All I'm saying is

I just don't understand

why you guys left

such an important

decision up to me.

I'm just a kid.

HOWARD

Classic transference.

ROBERTA

He's our son, Howard.

Let's not shrink him.

HOWARD

But he's blaming me because

he didn't get Bar Mitzvah'd.

ROBERTA

Oh, honey.

HOWARD

Okay, parents are

always the easiest target.

GORDO

It's just that

you guys tell me

how to do everything--

When to clean my room,

when to do my homework.

When to clean my

bellybutton for lint.

ROBERTA

Not true, not at all.

Okay, maybe the last one,

but that's about hygiene.

HOWARD

Sit down, David.

When you were six,

and all the other kids

were taking the training wheels

off their bikes

you told me you weren't ready.

GORDO

I was made fun of, wasn't I?

HOWARD

Yes, but that's not the point.

The point is

you weren't ready.

GORDO

But now I feel like

I've missed out on something.

My Bar Mitzvah

should have been a year ago.

It's too late now.

ROBERTA

Why?

GORDO

I don't know.

'Cause I'm not 13 anymore?

HOWARD

You're not 13.

But you've taken

the time to search

question and talk to your peers.

GORDO

How do you know?

ROBERTA

Please, we're

your parents.

Like we're not going to see

every movie you make?

HOWARD

David, trust yourself.

GORDO

I think I'm ready.

JO

Hey, Matt.

Wow.

You are

really good

at this cleaning thing.

MATT

Do I have a choice?

It's the only punishment

Dad keeps going back to.

JO

What did you do this time?

MATT

Overslept.

JO

What do you mean

you overslept?

MATT

I woke up late

this morning.

It was a total accident

but does Dad care? Nope.

After this

I have to mow the lawn

and wash the car.

JO

Whoa, whoa, whoa.

All of that just because

you overslept?

MATT

Yup.

Watch your feet.

JO

Okay, okay, okay.

Ha-ha, ha-ha. Stop.

Matt.

You must have

done something else.

Did you... did you

steal more oranges

or, or give

more doggie haircuts?

MATT

Nah. Dad's just really weird

when it comes to punishing me.

I mean, I could

do something

totally by accident,

like forget

to flush the toilet

and he makes me

sweep the chimney.

Now, if I

do something

on purpose

like, let's say, cut Lizzie's

hair while she's sleeping...

JO

You cut your sister's hair?!

MATT

Hey-hey-hey, it's just a plan.

I need to work out

the finer points.

JO

Oh, my goodness, your father has

no idea how to do this job.

MATT

Does that mean

you'll start

punishing me again?

'cause...

I kind of miss you, Mom.

JO

You do?

Oh, honey, I miss you, too.

MATT

Can I stop

cleaning now?

JO

Yeah, of course you can.

But because you

told me your plan

about cutting

your sister's hair

you're grounded

until next week.

MATT

It's great to be back in

business with you, Mom.

LIZZIE

You look great.

MIRANDA

Thanks, I wasn't

sure what to wear.

I've never been to

one of these before.

Have you seen Gordo?

LIZZIE

He's probably inside.

MIRANDA

Think he's nervous?

LIZZIE

Knowing Gordo?

Not a chance.

EDWARD

I'm so proud of our Miranda.

She's got such

nice friends.

DANIELLA

Oh, you're just

saying that

because Gordo put

you in his movie.

EDWARD

No, really.

DANIELLA

I know.

Come on. I don't want

to miss anything.

SAM

Hey, Matt.

Hold up. Here.

Straighten up

your tie.

Okay.

MATT

It looked

better before.

JO

Sorry, honey, I think

this is my job, too.

SAM

Don't I ever

do anything right?

MATT

You make

good pancakes.

SAM

Thanks.

JO

And you picked me

to be your wife.

SAM

Mmm...

MATT

I'll be going.

LIZZIE

Hey, let's go

watch Gordo grow up.

MIRANDA

Wait. Just because Gordo

is going to be a man

when this

is all over

do you think

things between us

are going to be different?

LIZZIE

Nah, I think he'll

still be Gordo.

TOON LIZZIE

Which is exactly

the way I like him.

GORDO

Thank you all for coming

to my Bar Mitzvah.

Today is important

for a lot of different reasons

but mostly because today

I leave my childhood behind

and become a man.

Now, the truth is,

I could have marked

this transition

a million different ways

and believe me,

I considered most of them.

But I knew that whatever I did,

it had to be right for me.

So I searched and I questioned

and I heard lots of stories

from many men

Funny thing is, the person

I learned most about

was me.

And I realized

that figuring out who I am

was made easier

by realizing who I'm not.

So why this Bar Mitzvah

and not a tattoo?

JEREMY

I love you.

DAVID

I have feelings

for you, too.

LIZZIE McGUIRE
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LIZZIE

( coughing )

( coughing continues )

Oh. Hey, guys. I didn't know

you were coming over.

MIRANDA

Yeah, we missed you

at school.

How are you feeling?

LIZZIE

Much better.

I'll be back at school tomorrow.

GORDO

Well, we brought by

your homework.

TOON LIZZIE

Suddenly I don't feel so good.

Nurse!

LIZZIE

Gordo, I've been sick one day.

How much did I miss?

MIRANDA

Well, Mr. Pettus's lab

coat caught on fire.

LIZZIE

I-Is he okay?

GORDO

Oh, yeah.

It was intentional:

Part of his

lab safety lecture.

That "stop, drop and roll"

really does work.

MR PETTUS

Yeow!

MIRANDA

Mr. Dig was our

sub in English.

Instead of writing

our book reports

he had us play

20 questions

and guess what

everyone had read.

LIZZIE

Cool!

GORDO

Yeah, but you still have

to do your book report.

LIZZIE

Oh.

TOON LIZZIE

Why is it that school's only fun

when I'm not there?

LIZZIE

You guys aren't making me

feel any better.

Okay, so English,

Science...

What did I miss

in Social Studies?

MIRANDA

Well, Mrs. Stebel

gave us a kind of

cool project.

See, everyone in class

was paired up

and assigned a country.

GORDO

We're supposed to do a report

and bring in a native dish.

It's Mrs. Stebel's

Potluck U.N.

LIZZIE

Oh, Cool. What country

are we doing?

MIRANDA

Well... we're

doing Mexico.

LIZZIE

Oh! So, what are we cooking?

GORDO

Tamales.

LIZZIE

You guys are paired together,

aren't you?

MIRANDA

Yeah.

LIZZIE

So, who am I paired with?

GORDO

Well, do you want

the good news or

the bad news first?

TOON LIZZIE

Give me the bad news, Doc.

I can take it.

LIZZIE

Who am I paired with?

GORDO

Well, the good news is

you'll be exploring

the wonderful world of Latvia!

LIZZIE

Who am I paired with?!

MIRANDA

Well, you see

Kate was absent from

school today, too.

LIZZIE

Kate!

TOON LIZZIE

What did I expect?

( steady tone )

That's really bad news!

LIZZIE

I have to be paired with Kate?

MIRANDA

Yeah.

LIZZIE

( screaming )

GORDO

Well, she's taking that

better than I expected.

LIZZIE

( screaming )

-----------

THEME SONG

-----------

* If you believe *

* We've got a picture-perfect plan *

* We've got you fooled *

* 'Cause we only do the best we can *

* And sometimes we make it *

* And sometimes we fake it *

* But we get one step closer each and every day *

* We'll figure it out on the way. *

JO

Hey, I thought you were

going to school today.

SAM

Aren't you feeling

any better yet?

LIZZIE

No. I'm feeling worse.

MATT

What a coincidence.

You're looking

worse, too

but I don't think that has

anything to do with being sick.

LIZZIE

I should've stayed in bed.

I'm going back upstairs.

MATT

No, no.

Your mistake was

coming downstairs.

The key is to stay

in bed until they come get you.

Amateur.

JO

This wouldn't have

anything to do with

a certain social studies project

where you have to work

with Kate Sanders, would it?

LIZZIE

No.

Yes. H-How did you know?

JO

I'm a mom.

We have our ways.

SAM

Mrs. Sanders

called last night.

TOON LIZZIE

The CIA has got nothing

on the United Mom Front.

LIZZIE

This is so unfair;

I miss one day of school

and Gordo and Miranda

don't cover for me

so now I'm being punished

by having to work with Kate.

SAM

You know,

sweetie

if you have this much energy

at home

you're probably well enough

to go to school.

LIZZIE

Mom!

JO

Honey, you and Kate

are going to have

to put your differences aside

and work together.

LIZZIE

That's impossible.

TOON LIZZIE

You don't work with Kate,

you work for her.

JO

You used to be friends; you

must have something in common.

LIZZIE

Yeah. We can't stand each other.

JO

Go upstairs,

put your clothes on.

You're going to be

late for school.

MATT

You're going to have

a really bad day.

LIZZIE

Your day's going to be over

if you don't shut your mouth!

GORDO

So I took some books

out from the library

for our oral report.

Did you get the tamale recipe

from your mom?

MIRANDA

Yeah. She's going to help us

make them after school.

LIZZIE

This project reeks.

Not only do I have

to work with Kate

but come to find out

Latvia is the food capital

of jellied meat.

Aah! This day couldn't

get any worse.

GORDO

Well, it's about to.

Hurricane Kate's here.

LIZZIE

Look, I know

we have to work together...

KATE

This is the way it's

going to work: I spend

as little time with you

as necessary

we don't work in public

and I am so not

making jellied meat.

TOON LIZZIE

Negotiations are tricky

between hostile forces...

but I accept her demands.

LIZZIE

Fine. Why don't you meet

at my house after school?

KATE

That sounds good.

I can't possibly run

into anyone popular there.

( Kate's friends laugh )

LIZZIE

But you remember where it is,

right?

KATE

I'll see you after school.

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

I have to work with her.

MIRANDA

Well, that

wasn't so bad.

GORDO

I think

you handled it very well.

LIZZIE

Yeah, because I didn't have

any help from you guys.

GORDO

Look, it's no big deal.

All you have to do

is give a report

and make some food.

TOON LIZZIE

Easy for him to say.

He doesn't have to

cook with Kate-zilla.

Ow.

MIRANDA

It'll be okay.

LIZZIE

( screaming )

MIRANDA

I... think.

LIZZIE

( scream echoing )

MATT

I had the weirdest dream

last night

that Mrs. McGee was out sick

and we didn't have

to take our math test.

OSCAR

Matt, Mrs. McGee is out sick

and we don't have

to take our math test.

MATT

That's weird.

OSCAR

Definitely weird.

MATT

But the weirdest part

of the dream was that

the substitute wore

these big, red shoes

like, like... clown shoes.

Oscar...

do you know what this means?

OSCAR

That our substitute can get us

free tickets to the circus?

MATT

No.

Well, maybe-- I don't know--

but what I do know:

I can predict the future.

I'm psychic!

MIRANDA

So, is Kate there yet?

LIZZIE

Obviously not. I'm

still in one piece.

So, what are

you guys doing?

MIRANDA

Oh, we're just doing research.

GORDO

I'm doing research.

You're talking on the phone.

MIRANDA

Aah!

GORDO

Oh!

LIZZIE

Sounds like you guys

are having fun.

MIRANDA

No, no, we're

not having fun.

GORDO

Yes, uh, there's no fun

to be had here.

( stifled giggle )

( doorbell rings )

LIZZIE

Oh, that's probably Kate.

I got to go.

MIRANDA

Why? You a member

of her posse now?

LIZZIE

No, but she is my

partner on this project

thanks to you guys.

MIRANDA

Sorry.

LIZZIE

Sure you are.

MIRANDA

Lizzie, what do you

want me to do?

TOON LIZZIE

What do I want you to do?

I want you to build

a time machine

go back to yesterday's class

and when Mrs. Stebel asks

who's going be Lizzie's partner

raise your hand!

LIZZIE

There's nothing you can do.

I'll see you tomorrow--

if I survive today.

( beep )

JO

Kate, we haven't seen you

around here in so long.

KATE

It really has been too long,

Mrs. McGuire.

JO

So, what have you been up to?

KATE

Oh, I've been really busy.

JO

Oh, there she is.

I know you've got

a lot of work to do,

so I'll let you

get right to it.

LIZZIE

Look, I don't want

to work with you

any more than you want

to work with me, okay?

KATE

( laughs )

Doubt it.

TOON LIZZIE

That's it!

The gloves are coming off.

LIZZIE

You know, you weren't

my first choice, either.

Only reason

I got stuck

with you was

because I was sick

and my friends

weren't looking out for me.

KATE

You think your friends are bad?

I was sick and Claire

picked Ethan over me.

So now I'm stuck with you.

LIZZIE / KATE

( together ):

I hate my friends.

( laughing )

TOON LIZZIE

Whoa! Did we just agree

on something?

That's scary.

LIZZIE / KATE

( laughing )

( laughter stops )

LIZZIE

Uh, w-we'd better

get to work.

KATE

Yeah.

MATT

Step right up!

Have your fortune told

by the Amazing Matt!

Oscar, bring in the next group.

Save your money.

I predict you

will be buying

an expensive gift.

I see

a haircut in your

immediate future.

I see you going on

a long, long trip.

BOY

Man, this is a rip-off.

GIRL

( screams )

( glass shattering )

SAM

Whoever owns this backpack

is paying for a new window!

MATT

What can I say?

I'm the real deal.

LIZZIE

We could make grey peas

and fried meat.

KATE

What's in that?

LIZZIE

Grey peas and fried meat.

KATE

Ugh. I don't even

like green peas.

LIZZIE

Why couldn't we get France?

All we'd have to do

is go buy some bread

and sparkling juice.

KATE

And fries.

LIZZIE / KATE

( laughing )

JO

You guys seem like

you're having fun.

KATE

I don't know

if "fun" is the word.

LIZZIE

Just wait

till tomorrow

when we actually have to

cook something Latvian.

JO

Wow, this is like old times.

KATE

I didn't realize it was so late.

I got to motor.

Can't be late for

cheerleading practice.

LIZZIE

Yeah, y-you'd better go.

KATE

Yeah.

Well... bye.

LIZZIE

S-See you tomorrow.

JO

What was that?

LIZZIE

What was what?

JO

When I walked in, you looked

like you were getting along.

Like when you used

to be friends.

LIZZIE

Mom, we weren't getting along.

We were just studying.

JO

Oh, okay, sure you were.

TOON LIZZIE

Face it, she's a cheerleader,

I'm not.

You just can't upset

the natural order of things.

( bell ringing )

LIZZIE

Hey, guys.

GORDO

She lives.

MIRANDA

I knew you'd

make it.

GORDO

So, how'd it go?

TOON LIZZIE

It was the most horrible

experience of my life!

Okay, okay, it was kind of fun.

LIZZIE

It wasn't terrible.

GORDO

See, it's all

in your attitude.

MIRANDA

Yeah, but

we're sorry

about sticking you

with Kate, though.

We should have been

looking out for you.

GORDO

I didn't want

to work with Kate.

Ow.

Well, anyway, I bet

she makes you do

all the research, right?

LIZZIE

No, she doesn't.

MIRANDA

Yeah, just wait till

you start cooking

in the kitchen.

She'll be too worried

about... breaking a nail.

LIZZIE

I think it'll be okay.

GORDO

Well, we're going to be

doing our research

at the Digital Bean

after school

if you want some

Kate-free time.

LIZZIE

Oh, actually Kate

and I are meeting

at the Digital Bean

to finish our project.

MIRANDA

Wait, I thought

she didn't want

to be seen with

you in public.

LIZZIE

It's not like I want

to hang out with her either

but the Digital Bean

has DSL.

On my computer,

it took us, like, 45 minutes

to download this Latvia site.

Come to find out

for this

Eastern European supermodel.

( bell ringing )

MATT

News.

News.

News.

News.

SAM

How do you do that?

MATT

Dad, I'm psychic.

JO

Sam, it is 4:00.

I could tell you that.

MATT

But you're not psychic.

JO

Neither are you.

MATT

I knew she

was going to say that.

SAM

Really? Well, have you got

any idea about tomorrow's

lottery numbers?

MATT

One...

Two.

Three.

JO

Sam, put

the pen down.

He is not

psychic.

MATT

Am, too.

JO

Okay, tell me what I'm thinking.

MATT

You're thinking...

You're thinking

you're going to send me

to my room.

SAM

So?

JO

Lucky guess.

Matt

you're not psychic--

I'm predictable.

MATT

Say what you will,

but being psychic

isn't exactly fun.

It's a huge responsibility

knowing what the future holds.

SAM

You know, he's right.

That is a huge responsibility.

JO

Sam, he is not psychic.

He cannot read minds

or predict

the future.

Stop encouraging him.

MATT

Don't believe

her, Dad!

SAM

Now, that was spooky.

JO

It wasn't spooky,

it was coincidence.

I am going to prove to both

of you that he is not psychic.

MATT

Am, too!

JO

( sighs )

KATE

I'll be so glad

when this project

is over tomorrow.

So what are we making?

LIZZIE

Um...

We can make sult.

It's only four letters.

How hard could it be?

KATE

What's in it?

LIZZIE

Uh... Hang on.

( typing )

LIZZIE

Ugh. Veal and jelly.

LIZZIE / KATE

Ew!

LIZZIE

I cannot believe

how quick this

connection is.

KATE

Wait. Go back.

Aleksander Torte.

That doesn't look too bad.

LIZZIE

We can pronounce it

and it doesn't involve

any jellied meat.

KATE

Coolie.

TOON LIZZIE

Wow. When separated

from the she-beasts

Kate reverts back

to human from.

MIRANDA

Hey, Lizzie.

Who's your new friend?

GORDO

Don't worry, we

won't call attention

to the fact

that you two

are out together

in public.

LIZZIE

Come on, you guys, we're

trying to study here.

MIRANDA

Come on, Gordo, we got

to go finish our tamales.

KATE

I can't believe

that those are your friends.

CLAIR

Kate

are we slumming?

( all giggling )

KATE

We're just working

on our Social Studies project.

I didn't get

to choose my partner.

CLAIR

Well, Ethan and I

are having a great time.

We're making Chinese.

Anyway, call me when you climb

back up the social ladder.

Later.

LIZZIE

I can't

believe

those

are your friends.

KATE

You obviously don't know

what it's like to be popular.

TOON LIZZIE

But when backed

into a corner

she-beasts come out fighting.

KATE

Coming here was

a total mistake.

Let's print out

that recipe and go

before anyone else sees us.

MATT

Mom and Dad, I'm psychic.

Why can't you just

be supportive?

SAM

I'm supportive.

JO

Well, I'm supportive, too,

honey, but you're not psychic.

MATT

But everything I say comes true.

JO

Honey, it's just a coincidence

and I'm going to prove to you

that you're not psychic--

to both of you.

SAM

Can you see anything?

MATT

Uh... No, I'm blindfolded.

JO

How many fingers

is your father holding up?

MATT

Three.

I'm right,

aren't I?

JO

Sam, is he right?

SAM

Yeah.

MATT

Now Mom's upset because

Dad didn't lie to me

and tell me that I got

the wrong answer.

JO

I'm not upset.

SAM

You seem a little upset.

MATT

I'll be in my room.

JO

No. You wait

right here.

I am going

to prove to you

that you

are not psychic.

Sit down.

MATT

I knew that was

going to happen.

KATE

( sighs )

Lizzie.

LIZZIE

( sighs )

Kate.

KATE

Let's just get

this over with.

LIZZIE

Fine, we'll make the torte

and it will be over.

LIZZIE

Watch out.

Coming through.

KATE

Careful.

LIZZIE

Sorry.

KATE

Tell me why I

wore something

brand new to bake in.

TOON LIZZIE

Whoa, it's like deja vu

all over again.

LIZZIE

Because you always do?

KATE

What are you

talking about?

LIZZIE

Do you remember

your ninth birthday party?

KATE

Sleepover. You and

Miranda were there.

LIZZIE

Yeah. You got that Baby Spice

shirt that you wanted so bad.

KATE

Yeah, and I had to

put it on right away.

LIZZIE

After your mom

told you not to.

KATE

'Cause we were

baking cookies.

LIZZIE

Oh, we made a total mess.

KATE

She had to wash

that shirt, like,

four times

before the egg

finally came out.

LIZZIE

( giggling )

KATE

It was my all-time

favorite shirt.

Who gave that to me?

LIZZIE

I did.

MATT

I'm psychic!
