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前言

对于中国考生来说，英文写作部分是最为头疼的事情之一。那么考生为什么会畏惧英文表达呢?为什么有些考生背了一两万个单词却仍然写不出好的文章呢?找到了这一系列问题的答案，就真正抓住了提高写作能力的关键。


英文写作困境可以归纳为三类：




◆ 困境
 1：面对一个题目，根本无话可说，即便用中文，也写不出内容。

◆ 困境
 2：有话可说，有内容可写，但英文表达支离破碎，完全不能用英文阐释清楚自己的观点。

◆ 困境
 3：有话说，也能用英文表达出要表达的意思，但写出来的语言“满篇尽带Chinglish (中式英语)”。

那么该如何走出困境，真正并有针对性地提高语言表达能力呢?答案很简单，只有两个字——素材!

面对一个话题，考生之所以无法写出连贯的文字，是因为缺少写作素材。那么素材是什么呢?其实也就是我们所说的“言之有物”中的“物”。无论是四、六级写作，还是考研写作，或是托福、雅思、GRE、GMAT、SAT写作，考生之所以无法取得高分，根本原因在于其日常积累的英文论证素材以及论据素材过于贫乏，根本无法将零星散落于大脑各个角落不成体系的素材组合起来，形成一篇逻辑严密、语言优美地道的英文文章。因此，英文素材的积累和素材库的建立可以真正地帮助中国英语学习者和广大英语考生提高写作能力，走出英文表达困境。

正如前面所提到的，英语写作素材包含两类：一类是论证素材，即对于论点进行理论分析的素材。例如：论证竞争机制的重要性、论证环境保护的必要性、论证艺术的价值等；一类是论据素材，即可支持论点的相关事例。例如:“钻石教父”雷维夫与DeBeers公司的竞争促进了整个钻石行业的发展这一事例，可用来支持“竞争机制的重要性”的论证；引用美国政府参与环境保护的例子可佐证“环境保护的必要性”；贝多芬、巴赫、梵高的例子可说明伟大的艺术家们的艺术作品是如何推动人类文明发展的，并用以例证“艺术的价值”。

其实，只要多掌握适用于写作测试的英文写作素材(论证素材+论据素材),就已经为写出有理有据的文章打下了良好的基础，这也是写作的前提。因为，任何语言学习，或者说任何学习过程，都遵循“输入——输出”模式。如果没有输入，则永远不可能有输出；若没有好的输入，则永远不可能有好的输出。因此，语言学习有一条永恒不变的真理：不听永远不会说，不读永远不会写。这里的“听”和“读”就是输入环节，“说”和“写”就是输出环节；只有输入了好的英文素材，才能在需要的地方进行输出。

为此，继《GRE作文大讲堂——方法、素材、题目剖析》出版之后，笔者又耗时两年编写了留学考试类“英文写作论证论据素材大全”系列英文写作工具书。这套书旨在解决英语的“输入和输出”问题——若考生想就某一个话题进行论述而又无话可说，或者不知道该怎么用地道的英文进行表达时，可根据话题类别在相应考试的“英文写作论证论据素材大全”中进行查阅。这些段落全部摘自国外优秀的期刊、报纸、书籍和网站，例如:《经济学家》、《时代周刊》、《科学》、《大英百科全书》、《微软百科全书》、维基百科(Wikipedia)等。通过查阅，既可以解决“无话可说”的困境，又可以解决“英文表达”的问题，久而久之，通过不断查阅并多次输入，考生的知识面会扩大，论证能力会得到大幅度提高，最重要的是可用地道的英文就不同的话题展开有理有据的论述。古人云:“熟读唐诗三百首，不会作诗也会吟”。因此，考生有效地阅读本套书，可快速提高写作能力。

考虑到不同考试有不同的特点和难度，笔者在编写“英文写作论证论据素材大全”时，有针对性地对托福、雅思、GRE、GMAT、SAT考试写作话题进行了详尽分类，并提供了大量写作素材，本书是继《GRE写作论证论据素材大全》、《GMAT写作论证论据素材大全》、《托福写作/口语论证论据素材大全》、《雅思写作论证论据素材大全》后的又一力作。




本书针对考生人数迅速增长的出国考试——SAT考试的写作部分，将SAT写作常考话题分为11大类:“教育与校园文化”、“科技”、“环境”、“媒体”、“工作与成功”、“交友”、“娱乐”、“名人”、“历史”、“品德性格”及“花钱投资”，涵盖SAT写作常考话题，收录大量论证、论据素材段落，严谨、地道，不仅为考生准备SAT写作提供丰富的素材、话题和思路，还可以帮助考生在备考的过程中实现写作素材的即学即用。

本书每一个话题下收录的英文素材都由段落标题、段落大意、相应的英文素材段落三部分构成，保证考生对该段的论述内容和论述功能一目了然，以帮助考生对各话题能够灵活运用。如下所示:
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本书针对SAT写作的全部11大类话题提供了几百个这样的论证、论据素材段落，让考生在写作SAT作文时，能够游刃有余，言之有物且有理有据。结合本书进行备考，可达事半功倍的效果。相信这本书以及这套书可以帮助中国英语学习者和广大英语考生加强并扩展对英文素材的积累，帮助考生建立自己的写作素材库，真正提高写作能力，走出英文表达困境。

第一大类　教育与校园文化类

1 大学教育的目的


段落大意
 ：大学不仅为学生提供职业生涯所必需的培训，还要培养学生的创造性、洞察力和分析能力。

Colleges and universities, refer to institutions of higher education (高等教育) that offer programs beyond the high school level. Colleges and universities provide necessary trainings for individuals wishing to enter professional careers. They also strive to develop students' creativity, insight, and analytical skills. By acquainting students with complex ideas in an intellectually stimulating environment, colleges and universities can provide unique opportunities for personal enrichment and meanwhile prepare students for future careers.

2 大学教育必不可少


段落大意
 ：许多行业都要求大学教育背景，如工程学、教学、法律、医药和信息科学等。大部分要求研究生教育背景或职业教育背景。

Such diverse professions as engineering, teaching, law, medicine, and information science all require college education. Most require training in graduate or professional schools as well. Increasingly, even less specialized jobs require some post-secondary (大专) education. The development of new technologies and the globalization of world economy have created high demand for workers with computeracy, communicative skills, and other occupational skills (职业技能) that can be acquired at colleges or universities. For example, computers and other new technologies have eliminated many low-skilled jobs in a variety of fields, but these same technologies have also created widespread job opportunities for those with the proper training. In addition, employers increasingly seek for college graduates who have gained the critical thinking and problem-solving skills necessary for the changing economic conditions.

3 大学生活是转折点


段落大意
 ：大学生活是学生一生的转折点，而这与学术和职业培训无关。

Students who live off home during their college or university for years typically experience a turning point in their lives that has little to do with academics or professional training. For example, recently college offers many high school graduates their first opportunity to live on their own. Most first-year students welcome this increased independence, although many also find that living away from home, family, and friends can introduce unexpected challenges. Campus residence halls provide common settings for students to form new bonds with peers who share similar experiences. Other students form social networks by joining student organizations or participating in extracurricular (课外的) activities.




4 社区大学


段落大意
 ：社区大学提供一般本科教育的前两年教育。有些社区大学同样提供成人教育、职业教育和技术培训。

Community colleges typically offer the first two years of general undergraduate education. Most also offer adult educational programs, vocational education, and technical training. Community colleges confer associate degrees (肄业证书) for successful completion of most two-year programs. Many students in community colleges complete the first two years of their college education in these institutions and then transfer the credits to a four-year college. Other community college students pursue vocational, technical, and other preprofessional programs. Because community colleges typically have lower tuition rates than four-year colleges and universities, they have significant advantages to many students.

5 函授教育


段落大意
 ：函授教育的概念。

Correspondence Education is the learning method of instruction conducted through the mail by a school or other qualified institution. Many educators consider correspondence education the precursor of distance education (远程教育), which provides instruction that utilizes different communication technologies such as the Internet, telephone, radio, and television. Correspondence education provides instruction in almost every branch of knowledge, ranging from cultural improvement to vocational and professional training. Correspondence courses are especially suitable for the physically handicapped and homebound. Special programs are designed for the blind and for parents of deaf children. Business,industry, unions, and the armed forces make extensive use of correspondence programs. Some correspondence schools also offer services of placement and vocational guidance.

6 美国公立大学经费来源


段落大意
 ：除了少量公立大学由市政或联邦政府资助外，大部分的公立大学是州立大学，由各州政府的高等教育委员会提供资金并监管教学大纲。

Aside from a few four-year colleges supported by municipal (地方的) or federal governments, most public colleges and universities in the United States are state institutions. In most cases, state boards (委员会) of higher education provide funds for these schools and oversee their programs of instruction. Most state governments establish systems of higher education, such as the State University of New York System or the University of California System, which comprise groups of interconnected college or university campuses.

7 美国州立大学的起源


段落大意
 ：美国州立大学起源各异，一些四年制大学最初就被作为州立大学而建立；许多州立大学起源于两年制教师培训机构。




State colleges and universities have diverse origins. Although some four-year institutions were originally established as state colleges and universities, many originated in the early 19th century as two-year teacher-training institutions, known as normal schools. In the late 19th and early 20th centuries, these schools were reorganized and expanded into four-year teachers'colleges. Later in the 20th century, another reorganization (改组)changed many teachers' colleges into comprehensive colleges and universities that offer a wide range of academic programs. Many other state educational institutions are land-grant (政府赐予土地的) colleges, established with funds from the Morrill Acts (《莫里尔法案》) of 1862 and 1890. These institutions were originally founded to offer education in agriculture, science, and engineering, but most later expanded their curriculums to become large multipurpose universities.

8 美国联邦政府资助的大学


段落大意
 ：联邦政府资助的大学大部分与军事服务相关。

Federally supported higher education in the United States is mainly associated with branches of the armed services. Federal military colleges include the United States Military Academy in West Point, New York; the United States Naval (海军的) Academy in Annapolis, Maryland; and the United States Air Force Academy in Colorado Springs, Colorado. These institutions provide comprehensive undergraduate programs in addition to defense training for prospective (未来的) military officers. The federal government also operates the United States Coast Guard Academy in New London, Connecticut, and the United States Merchant Marine Academy in Kings Point, New York.

9 加拿大高等教育经费来源


段落大意
 ：加拿大地方政府为地方大学提供教育经费，并对其进行监管。

In Canada, provincial governments establish boards of higher education responsible for allocating funds to provincial universities and overseeing their programs of instruction. In addition, the federal and provincial governments provide substantial funds for all institutions of higher education, including private colleges and universities. This public funding dramatically reduces costs for students.

10 独立大学及其三大类别


段落大意
 ：独立大学是私有的非营利机构。许多独立大学起源于教堂相关机构。独立大学有三大类别。

Independent colleges and universities are private, nonprofit institutions. Many independent colleges and universities originated as church-related institutions, although a majority of these are no longer affiliated with (附属于) r e l igious groups. The most common independent colleges and universities include liberal arts (文科) institutions that offer comprehensive undergraduate education (本科教育), technical or specialized institutions that prepare students in engineering, performing arts, music, nursing and other fields, and large universities that include undergraduate programs in addition to graduate and professional schools.




11 职业学校


段落大意
 ：职业学校一般是大型大学的分支机构，提供专业教育。

Professional schools are typically divisions of large universities. They offer specialized education in a variety of professional fields, such as education, business, medicine, law, social work, agriculture, journalism, architecture, fine arts (美术), nursing, engineering, and music. Some professional schools offer four - or five-year programs leading to a bachelor's degree, as well as graduate programs leading to master's and doctoral degrees.

12 研究生教育

 ：医学院、法学院和图书馆管理科学院等一般只提供研究生教育。

Other professional schools—such as schools of medicine, law, and library science—usually offer only graduate study. For example, Harvard University offers undergraduate courses related to the study of law, but the Harvard Law School offers courses for study in professional degree programs. Many large universities include graduate schools that offer master's or doctoral degree programs for advanced study in such liberal arts and science fields as history, chemistry, physics, and literature.

13 私立大学


段落大意
 ：私立大学是私有的盈利机构。私立大学一般侧重于专业领域的教育，如商业、艺术、音乐、计算机、电子领域等。

Proprietary (私有的) institutions are private, for-profit, postsecondary institutions. They generally focus on preparing students for specialized careers in fields such as business, performing arts, commercial arts, travel, music, fine arts, computer technology, and electronics. For example, the DeVry Inc.(迪福莱公司)/ Keller Graduate School of Management operates several campuses of the DeVry Institute of Technology, a for-profit institution that offers courses of study in accounting, business, computer information systems, electronics, and telecommunications (电信学). Proprietary institutions often employ practicing (在职的) professionals as part-time or adjunct (附属的) instructors to offer training directly related to the field of specialization.

14 大学教师的职责


段落大意
 ：大学教师的一般职责是教书、研究以及为公共机构和社区提供服务。

In colleges and universities, the general roles of faculty (教职人员) are teaching, research, and service to the institution, the profession, and the community. The extent to which faculty are expected to fulfill any one of these roles depends upon how the particular institution defines its mission. For example, some colleges define their primary mission to be instructing undergraduate students. In these institutions, the primary responsibilities for faculty are to teach courses to students and to advise them in their academic programs. Faculty members may also serve as advisers to student organizations and as members of various college committees.




15 综合性大学对教师的要求

 ：综合性大学具有多重目的，它提供面向研究生的高等教育和专业教育，因此要求教师能够在自身所在的学术领域进行原创性研究。

Universities tend to be more multipurpose than colleges in their mission and functions. Since universities offer advanced study toward graduate and professional degrees, faculties are expected to do original research in their fields of academic specialization. They are also expected to publish their findings in scholarly books and journals so that scholars in other universities are aware of their work and contributions. Faculty members usually include the findings of their research in the courses they teach to students.

16 多数大学教师的职责

 ：多数大型大学的教师同时教授本科生和研究生。他们对学生进行学术辅导，指导研究生写论文。

Most faculty at large universities teach both undergraduate and graduate students. They advise students in their academic programs and direct graduate students in preparing their master's theses and doctoral dissertations (论文).In addition to their teaching and research responsibilities, faculty members serve in university, school, and departmental committees. They are also expected to be active members of professional societies and organizations in their academic field. For example, history professors are often members of the American Historical Association, while psychology professors are members of the American Psychological Association.

 ：大学教师的级别包括：导师/助教、助理教授、副教授、教授。

After they are hired by a college or university, faculty members receive a faculty rank as part of their appointment. Those who are beginning their teaching career and have little previous experience enter the profession as either instructors (导师) or assistant professors (助教). The rank of assistant professor is slightly higher than that of instructor. After an assistant professor has acquired some teaching experience, conducted research, published articles or books, and served on institutional and departmental committees, he or she is usually promoted to associate professor. Faculty members generally remain at the assistant professor level for approximately five years before being promoted to associate professor. At many institutions, the rank of associate professor carries tenure (长期聘用保证), meaning that the person cannot be dismissed from his or her teaching position unless there is a very serious reason. Colleges and universities establish tenure to assure professors that they have the academic freedom to teach their ideas without interference or fear of losing their jobs. The highest rank of the faculty is full professor, sometimes simply called professor. Retired professors generally receive the rank of professor emeritus (名誉退休教授).




18 大学兼职教师


段落大意
 ：为了节省经费以及迅速适应变化的教育趋势，大学越来越多地雇用大量兼职教师。兼职教师一般是各领域的从业者，为教学提供了专门知识。

To save money and to be able to respond quickly to changing trends in education, colleges and universities increasingly employ large numbers of part-time teachers who do not have faculty rank or tenure. Analysts estimate that nearly 30 percent of the faculty at four-year colleges and universities teach part time. At community colleges, part-time teachers make up as much as 65 percent of the faculty. Part-time faculties often add special expertise to their teaching if they are practitioners (从业人员) in highly specialized fields such as medicine or law. However, many part-time faculties cannot find full-time teaching jobs, despite being qualified for those positions. Part-time faculties usually receive lower salaries than faculty with full-time positions. This has forced many to teach at several colleges or universities in order to earn an adequate income. In addition, some universities employ large numbers of teaching assistants, who teach undergraduate courses while completing their doctoral degree programs. Critics believe that reliance on part-time faculty and teaching assistants decreases the quality of instruction. They argue that part-time faculty and teaching assistants generally lack the teaching experience and commitment (使命感) to the institution that full-time faculty bring.

19 传统的大学授课


段落大意
 ：授课是高等教育最古老的教学方式。

The lecture method is the oldest approach to teaching in higher education. It originated in the earliest European universities during the 12th and 13th centuries. Before the introduction of the printing press in 1450, students had to create their own books by listening to lectures and writing down the words of their instructors. Today, faculties who use the lecture method typically speak to large numbers of students in a formal and very organized manner. The faculty member presents his or her description of the key ideas of a subject, and gives interpretations that often include current research on the issue. Following the presentation, lecturers sometimes invite students to ask questions on the material.

20 实践经验和实习


段落大意
 ：社会工作或教师职位一般要求有实践经验或曾经实习过。

Academic programs in professional fields such as social work or teacher education often require clinical experiences (临床经验) and internships (实习). In these programs, students spend time at a clinic, agency, or school to observe the work of a professional in the field. In some cases the student may participate in the work as an aide. For example, teacher education programs require students to gain teaching experience in an elementary (小学) or secondary (中学) school. Social work programs may require students to participate at a local health clinic or other social service institution.




21 大学生的社区服务

 ：越来越多的大学要求学生参与社区服务。社区服务成为获取全面教育不可或缺的一部分。

An increasing number of college and university programs require students to engage in a community service project as part of their degree program. To fulfill this requirement, students may assist in clinics, participate in reading programs at local schools, or volunteer at homeless shelters (收容所). Colleges and universities that require these programs consider community service an essential part of a well-rounded education (全面教育).

22 远程教育

 ：远程教育借助计算机、人造卫星、收音机和电视等提供教育。远程教育可以节省教育经费。

In addition to conventional methods of instruction conducted on campus, many colleges and universities offer distance education programs that use technology to carry instruction to students in off-campus locations (校外地点). Distance education programs enable faculty and students to communicate with one another by using such technologies as computers, artificial satellites, radio, and television. These programs appeal to many institutions that wish to reduce costs, because the technology enables relatively few faculty members to teach a large number of students. Distance education also appeals to students who, for any number of reasons, cannot attend classes on campus.

 ：大部分大学提供交叉学科课程。

Most colleges and universities also offer interdisciplinary (跨学科的) majors or academic programs that allow students to take courses in a number of fields. For example, students who major in an international studies program may take courses in history, economics, political science, foreign language and other fields. Other examples of interdisciplinary studies programs include environmental studies, women's studies, African American studies, peace studies and ethnic studies.

24 大学主修专业和辅修专业

 ：大部分本科生教育要求学生完成特定的主修专业学习，如历史、生物、数学、商业和计算机科学等。对高年级学生，有些大学鼓励其完成辅修专业。




Most undergraduate degree programs require students to complete a concentration of courses, called a major, in a particular academic field such as history, biology, mathematics, business, or computer science. Majors require students to complete a significant, predetermined (预定的) number of courses in that field. Typically, half the courses taken to complete a major are designed for upper-division (高年级分选)(third- and fourth-year) students. Many colleges and universities encourage or require students to complete an academic minor (辅修科目) as well as a major. A minor also requires a concentration of courses in a particular field, but with less stringent (严格的) requirements. Some students broaden their course of study still further by pursuing two independent majors.

25 研究生教育课程


段落大意
 ：硕士学位要求学生在专业学术领域修完一系列课程，大多数硕士学位要求学生进行一定的原创性科研。

Graduate and professional degree programs typically require students to complete a set of courses in a specialized academic field. Most graduate degree programs require students to conduct original research in that field and to communicate their findings in an examination or in a long academic essay known as "thesis", or in a book-length work called "dissertation". In professional degree programs, students acquire practical knowledge and skills for careers in such areas as business, law, and medicine.

26 大学生校园住宿

 ：大部分住在校园内的大学生住在大学提供的宿舍里。

Most students who live on campus live in residence halls owned and operated by the college or university. These facilities, also known as dormitories or dorms, may be restricted to a single-sex occupancy or may be coeducational (男女合住的). Residence halls are generally operated under the jurisdiction (管辖) of the institution's division of student services. Older students usually serve as residence hall counselors (辅导员) and supervisors, often in exchange for free living arrangements. Residence halls usually have their own student-governing organizations that set rules and procedures for the facilities. They also may provide food services in dining rooms and cafeterias.

 ：一些大学允许学生住在校外由兄弟会或姐妹会提供的房子里，或住在校园附近。

Some colleges and universities allow students to live in fraternity (兄弟会) or sorority (姐妹会) houses off or near the campus. Fraternities (for male students) and sororities (for female students) are generally part of national associations with long histories and traditions. Most fraternity and sorority houses provide housing for only a portion of their members. Some offer dining services within their facilities.

 ：大学课外活动可以丰富大学生的经验。

Colleges and universities offer a range of extracurricular activities that can enhance the overall experience of college students. Most schools feature (以……为特色) intercollegiate (院际的) athletic programs in various sports for both male and female students. Large universities typically have programs in football, basketball, soccer, volleyball, tennis, swimming, track, and other sports. Intercollegiate sporting events are also popular attractions for other students and alumni (校友) to attend as spectators. In addition to intercollegiate athletics, most four-year colleges and universities offer students opportunities to participate in a variety of intramural (校内的) sports.

 ：大学生可以参加学生会或其他机构，以获取社会实践经验。

College and university students may also participate in the students' government or serve on various institutional committees. The student government advocates student concerns to the school faculty and administration, and offers employment or volunteer opportunities for students. Some student governments also provide other services for students, such as operating counseling services, organizing student housing, and overseeing student support networks. Student governments generally allocate funds to various student organizations such as school newspapers, drama groups, and film societies.

30 大学面对的问题


段落大意
 ：大学面对着很多与社会上一样的问题，如暴力、犯罪、酗酒、吸毒和性虐待等。

Colleges and universities have many of the same problems found in the larger society, such as violence, crime, alcohol, drug, and sexual abuse. School policies try to govern these problems and reduce their negative effects. For example, policy guidelines provide protection for students against sexual harassment by faculty and other students. Many schools have also introduced policies aimed at eliminating the widespread problem of binge drinking (饮酒狂欢), where students consume dangerous amounts of alcoholic drinks at campus parties. Colleges and universities have also instituted policies against date rape, in which condition female students are sexually attacked by male acquaintances or dates. To enforce these and other policies, colleges and universities maintain their own security personnel (安保人员) to provide police protection on campus.

 ：美国一些州开始削减教育经费，大部分公立大学开始通过上涨学费以弥补经费不足。

The cost of attending colleges and universities has steadily increased since the 1980s. At that time, some states began to reduce the percentage of their budget devoted to higher education because they had to meet rising costs for medicare, transportation, prisons and other public services. Most public institutions have raised tuition rates to compensate for this loss of funds. Meanwhile, both public and private institutions have had to meet increased expenditures for faculty and staff salaries, construction, and general operations. Since private institutions in the United States do not receive public funds, they generally charge students higher tuition and fees than do public institutions. In Canada, public and private institutions usually charge comparable (类似的) tuition and fees because the provincial and federal governments subsidize student costs for both types of institutions.




32 大学生学费来源

 ：超过百分之十的大学生通过全职工作来支付学费。大部分学生通过兼职工作来支付学费。然而学费的上涨使学生越来越难以通过兼职来支付学费。

More than 10 percent of full-time college students work full-time to pay for their college education. Others mostly work part-time to help offset the costs of attending college. However, higher tuition and a decline in the purchasing power of minimum wage jobs have made it increasingly difficult for students to pay for college by working part-time. To provide some assistance in financing higher education costs, a number of states have established programs that allow families to prepay college tuition years in advance by purchasing special contracts (此处指期货合同) or tax-exempt bonds (免税公债).

 ：大学生可以申请经济援助来完成大学学业。主要的经济援助来源是联邦资助、州立基金、私人基金等。

Students may apply for and receive financial aid to help pay tuition and other costs of attending college. The chief sources of financial aid are federal programs, state grant (增幅拨款) programs, private grants (私人补助), and institutional sources at the college or university. The aid may be either a grant based on financial need, a merit-based financial award given to the student, or a loan that the student must repay with interest in the future.

34 高等教育的历史


段落大意
 ：高等教育的历史简介。

Higher education in ancient Greece began at the Academy established in about 387 BC by Plato, and at the Lyceum (古希腊哲学家所设的学园), founded in 335 BC by Aristotle. Both institutions offered advanced study of philosophy. Also beginning in the 4th century BC, the Egyptian city of Alexandria attracted scholars from Greece and the Middle East to its museum and to the great Library of Alexandria. From about 70 AD to the 13th century, scholars at Jewish academies in Palestine and Babylonia produced the Talmud (犹太法典), a text that promoted religious and secular (世俗的) intellectual pursuits. Beginning in about the 5th century AD, Indian and Chinese students studied Buddhism in Nalanda (那兰陀寺), a community of scholars in northern India. Institutions of higher education began to flourish in China in the 7th century. Al Azhar (艾滋哈尔) University, founded in the 10th century in Cairo, Egypt, is the central authority for Islamic learning and is still one of the most prominent universities in the Middle East.




35 大学的作用


段落大意
 ：大学所扮演的角色多种多样。大学经常需要满足相互竞争的不同利益集团的要求。

Because colleges and universities perform such a wide variety of roles, some educators complain that their institutions are expected to meet the needs of too many competing interests. For example, business and government leaders count on colleges and universities to provide occupational training for individuals to enter professional and public life. However, most people also expect colleges and universities to provide students with a broad-based liberal arts foundation of learning that may have no direct vocational application. Accordingly, some critics of the curriculum offered by contemporary institutions of higher education argue for the establishment of educational standards that would integrate academic and vocational objectives. Others defend the separation of academic and vocational curriculums.

 ：许多教育者和学生要求更加多样化的课程设置和多文化的课程设置。

In addition to calls for a more diverse student body and faculty, many educators and students advocate a more diverse undergraduate curriculum at colleges and universities. Arguing that traditional college curricula focus too much on the history and culture of white males, they advocate a multicultural curriculum that does not ignore women and minority cultures. Others contend that advocates of a multicultural curriculum are constrained by their own narrow ideological perspectives (意识形态观点), and that they have disdain for traditional moral, intellectual, and aesthetic (审美) judgments. These traditionalists argue for an undergraduate curriculum that emphasizes a core of knowledge that lies within the Western cultural tradition. Most colleges and universities in the United States and Canada offer some courses that focus on traditional Western culture as well as others that explore multicultural themes.

37 政府对于教育的支持——学生经济补贴的作用

 ：中国各级政府将给予学生更多的经济补助，支持他们的生活和学业。

Chinese government will give financial support to students who cannot afford the rural boarding schools (寄宿学校) that are central to educating people in the countryside. The lack of educational resources in some areas means that not every student is within walking distance of a school, so they must stay in dormitories. The government has set up a special hotline to ensure that students who need help get it. Students and their families can notify the authorities if they are asked to pay for things other than textbooks.




38 去乡村支教和工作的老师

 ：政府要求给予支教乡村的老师更高的待遇。此外，经济发达地区应该给予欠发达地区适当资助，以支持乡村教师和教育工作。

Teachers who choose to work in remote, mountainous areas should be rewarded for their sacrifice. Their bonuses (奖金) should be at least 50 percent higher than those received by regular teachers. Currently, the government requires that the pay for rural teachers should be no less than that for other public servants, but this is still not enough as an incentive for the teachers to stay. Meanwhile, economically developed regions should be made to pay financial compensation to poorer areas whose teachers they lure away (吸引掉), which could then be used to train new teachers. It is similar to the transfer system used by football teams to buy and sell players.

Long-distance learning should be developed to provide a possible solution to the lack of educational resources in rural areas. Despite the injection (资金投入) of central and local government funds over recent years, many students in rural areas still miss out on (错失) a full education. A degree is vital in today's competitive workforce market, and can significantly boost your earning power (赚钱能力). Online learning gives you more options than ever before.

40 社会和家庭应该承担对青少年教育的义务

 ：政府和家庭应该对失业、待业青年给予更多的关心和帮助。

Society and family should play larger roles in the education of young people in rural areas. The current situation is that very few children make it beyond high school, while those who quit find it extremely difficult to find jobs. Frustrated and disillusioned (失望), some experience downward spirals (向下的螺旋，指品质等下降), even into crime. Local governments should provide opportunities for these young people to receive vocational education, as well as guidance for those entering the labor market. Neighborhood facilities should also be built to offer cultural activities.

41 国家应该帮助失学儿童

 ：国家应该对失学儿童问题给予高度重视，各部门应该联合起来，以求共同解决这个问题。

The country needs a national committee to ensure the rights and interests of children, particularly the millions of rural children who have been left behind by parents working in cities. There are about 58 million "left-behind" children (留守儿童), accounting for almost 22 percent of all rural children aged 17 or younger, according to a report by the All-China Women's Federation released last month. A national agency (专门机构) for minors is needed to coordinate with different departments across the country to come up with a framework to better protect juveniles as well as supervise the work of local committees in 346 cities. The committee for the protection of minors could be under the Central Committee of the Communist Youth League.

The best-laid plans of coaches do not always bring harmony on teams. However, scholarships can be at the heart of the unrest. Who is getting how much tends to get around like the salaries in a workplace. The result sometimes can divide teams.

Touching more lives, affecting the outcome of so many futures, a teacher is the epitome (典型) of a leader. Just as a leader has his or her own style, teachers' way of motivating their students also plays an important part in a student's success. Spending more time with our children than most parents do, a teacher is fundamental in shaping our children. If they are poor leaders, our children suffer. When they shine as leaders, our children blossom and the universe is wide open to them. It is of utmost importance for a teacher that he should have the leadership skills and find the best style of teaching for the students he is teaching.

The Internet base or hybrid (traditional and Internet mixed course) started to flow into the mainstream education. Internet-based class has been more popular nowadays. And this would raise a lot of issues that need to be solved. Would it be better for teachers and students to communicate? Could teachers accurately catch the needs of students? Or is it just a way for students to cheat with less effort? The effectiveness of internet-based course would be a topic of discussion for many years to come.

Some of the most known movements are the Montgomery Bus Boycott. Another event of the movements was Brown vs. Board of Education. The decade of the 1980s saw an explosion in computer technology and computer usage that deeply changed society. Today computers are a part of everyday life. They are in their simplest form. A digital watch or more complex computers manage power grids (输电网络), telephone networks, and the money of the world. Henry Grunwald, former US ambassador to Austria best describes the computer's functions that enable the mind to ask questions, find answers, stockpile (大量储备) knowledge, and devise plans to move mountains. Society has embraced the computer and accepted it for its many powers which can be used for business, education, research, and warfare.

One of the major goals of the American school system is to provide all children with equal educational opportunities. However, with regard to minority students, meeting this particular objective has presented a real challenge to educators, as they have been confronted with the task of reshaping education in the multilingual (多语的), multicultural society that characterizes the United States.

 ：教育的失败之处表现在它没有把学生训练成有成功潜力的人，而是把他们变成了思想不够独立的人。

Starting at the young age of five, we spend a large percentage of our time sitting in rows of seats in classrooms, listening to a stranger telling us what we should or should not do. We convince ourselves that we are preparing to go out into the world where we will succeed by our own motivations, limited by nothing except for our own free will. However, contrary to this belief, our education does not properly prepare us for this but instead hinders (阻碍) us. Society, through education, aims to control our children by limiting their independence and teaching them to conform to society.

Research shows that movies and TV are definitely a major source of violent behaviors in children. The research proves time and time again that aggression and television viewing do go hand in hand. It is true that violence on the boob tube (电视机) affects children.

There is a recognized need to encourage the American youth to pursue careers in engineering and related fields of technology, mathematics, and science. This would be hosted by the Youth Urban Planning Institute (YUPI). One might think of it as an outward bound (拓展训练) for creative problem solving process.

The study-abroad experience seems to enhance students'self-awareness, especially with respect to recognizing and, at times, challenge their own values, biases, beliefs, and ways of thinking. In addition, by being exposed to a different culture, they developed more sensitivity to and appreciation of diversity, which they could directly relate to social work practice.

Faculty members dispatched to programs outside the continental America would greatly enhance their academic capabilities, and also send a positive and encouraging message to students with their instructors being role-models (行为榜样). How can we expect a strong promotion of study abroad programs in U.S. classrooms if instructors have not experienced a study abroad—teach abroad first hand? Wilson conducted four studies on the impact of overseas faculty exchanges, and found that such exchanges also enhanced their classroom teaching upon their return.

A tool that educators use to learn about students and their learning capabilities is the standardized test. Standardized tests are designed to give a common measure of a student's performance. Popular tests include the SAT, IQ tests, Regents Exams (美国各州设立的考试), and the ACT. "Three kinds of standardized tests are used frequently in schools: achievement (成绩式), diagnostic (诊断式), and aptitude (潜能式)" (Woolfolk
 ). Achievement tests can be used to help a teacher assess a student's strengths and weaknesses in a particular subject. Diagnostic tests are typically given to elementary school students when learning problems are suspected. Aptitude tests are designed to predict how a student will perform in the future. For example, the SAT predicts performance in the first year of college. Standardized tests give educators a standard measure or "yardstick" because such a large number of students across the country take the same test. These tests are used to tell how well school programs are doing or to give a picture of the skills and abilities of students. Standardized tests, however, are problematic (出现问题的) at all ages and levels of schooling.

Writing is not ultimately superior to speech—the two modes each have their own uses and appropriateness to different situations.

Agriculture today dominates the majority of all land uses. As a result it has a fundamental role in maintaining the countryside and protecting the environment. The development of the use of fertilizers and pesticides (杀虫剂) has dramatically increased the efficiency of food production and has in fact more than quadrupled (成四倍) food production in the last century. They also have reduced the cost and increased the variety of foods available. However, there are also serious consequences to the use of many of these pesticides and fertilizers, and they have resulted in various environmental problems.

Agriculture has changed dramatically, especially since the end of World War II. Agriculture has been a fundamental component of human societies for centuries. It is in fact so fundamental that it is often forgotten by those dependent on its products but not directly involved in the production. As we enter the 21st century, agriculture is beginning to receive more attention from the general public as the implications (可能的影响) of farming are realized and the problem of potential worldwide food shortage is addressed. With the future in focus, much of the agricultural establishment uses words like biotech (生物科技), and high-tech to describe their goals for U.S. agriculture. With few exceptions, traditional agriculturalists see a continuing trend of industrial agricultural practices that continue to drive production to fewer, larger, and more specialized production units which are virtually responsible for all stages of the production globally. This increased specialization is dependent on new biological technologies and information technologies at all levels from farms, on which the food is produced to the markets where it is distributed.

Agriculture has been a principal source of obtaining food to meet basic needs of humans for thousands of years. More recently, with the industrialization of agriculture, increased efficiency, and a decreased need for small rural farmers, there has been a resulting disconnection of consumers to the process in which their food is produced. As we are embarking on a new century, there is growing concerns that perhaps our industrialized agriculture system is not functioning as effectively as it has in the past. It is time that we move to adopt a new paradigm (模式) as we realize the effects of modern agriculture on our environment, economic viability (经济生存力), and social justice issues, in light of (根据) the impending (迫在眉睫) global food shortage.

Biology literally means "the study of life." Biology is such a broad field, covering the minute workings of chemical machines inside our cells, to broad scale concepts of ecosystems and global climate change. Biologists study intimate details of the human brain, the composition of our genes, and even the functioning of our reproductive system. Biologists recently have all but completed the deciphering (解码) of the human genome (基因组), the sequence of deoxyribonucleic (脱氧核糖核的) acid (酸)(DNA) bases that may determine much of our innate capabilities and predispositions (倾向) to certain forms of behavior and illness. DNA sequences have played major roles in criminal cases as well.

Cloning, a topic that has recently caused mayhem (大混乱) all over the world is possible, but will it be here to stay? The astonishing news that scientists had cloned a sheep a couple of years ago sent people into panic at the thought that humans might be the next. "Cloning is a radical challenge to the most fundamental laws of biology, so it's not unreasonable to be concerned that it might threaten human society and dignity" (Macklin
 ). Since most of the opposition is coming from the pure disgust of actually being able to clone species, it makes it difficult for people to get away from the emotional side of the issue and analyze the major implications cloning would have for society.

One of the most intriguing science-and-culture debates of the twentieth century is that of the origin of behavior. The issue that has its roots in biology and psychology is popularly framed as the "nature versus nurture" debate. At different points in time, consensus has swung from one to the other as the supposed cause of our actions. These changes are not only the result of an internal dynamic but were subject (as they are today)to external influences, most notably politics and developments in other academic disciplines. The oversimplified polarities in this case-study illustrate an important characteristic of the larger scientific process. In search of a more refined theory, these are the necessary stepping stones in the attempt to get it "less wrong".

Chemistry is the central of sciences. Chemistry is based on physics, applied to the transformation of one substance into another at molecular level (分子层面上). It is the basis for modern technology at sub-cellular level (亚细胞水平). Therefore of the three basic science disciplines, chemistry is the central. Physics is applied on the chemistry of materials and compounds such as semi conductors (半导体) and metals. Biology and modern medicine is mostly based on organic chemistry (有机化学).

10 化学的学科分类和研究领域

Chemistry is the study of the nature, properties (属性), and composition of matter, and how these undergo changes. There are different kinds of chemistry, which are organic chemistry, biochemistry, inorganic chemistry, physical chemistry, theoretical chemistry, and analytical chemistry. Organic chemists study compounds of carbon. Atoms (原子) of this element can form stable chains and rings, giving rise to very large numbers of natural and synthetic (合成的) compounds. Biochemists concern themselves with the chemistry of the living world. Inorganic chemists are interested in all elements, but particularly in metals, and are often involved in the preparation of new catalysts (催化剂). Physical chemists study the structures of materials, and rates and energies of chemical reactions. Theoretical chemists with the use of mathematics and computational techniques derive unifying concepts to explain chemical behavior. Analytical chemists develop test procedures to determine the identity, composition and purity of chemicals and materials. New analytical procedures often discover the presence of previously unknown compounds.

Green Chemistry is the making of chemical products that reduces or eliminates the use and production of hazardous substances in the designing, making, and use of chemical products. Green Chemistry is environmentally safe and has very little side effects on human health and the environment.

Newtonian mechanics (牛顿力学) generalizes Aristotle through the intuition (直觉力)of mass that obviates (避免) physical distinctions between heaven and earth, celestial (天体的) and terrestrial (地球上的) substances. Einsteinian concepts of relativity (爱因斯坦的相对论) (laws of physics apply in all reference frames (参考系), regardless of motion) and space-time generalize Newtonian ideas of space, time, and motion, much as God generalizes over Babylonian and local polytheisms (多神论).

1 全球变暖问题亟待解决

Global warming is a matter of great concern that is unfortunately quite often overlooked in light of other problems that seem to be more immediately demanding. However, for all the attention that this issue does not draw, that is how dire (可怕的) it is growing to be. There are many problems that are causing global warming, and if they are not rectified (改正) or at least prevented from here on out there are going to be some severe ramifications (后果)in the near future. Greenhouse gases, holes in the ozone layer and the decay of the atmosphere are just a few of the problems that need to be at the very least understood by the general populace.

Global warming is a problem threatening the whole world. Though it has had little noticeable impact on the world so far, its potential impact could be disastrous, which is why global warming has become an issue ever present in the media and for governments. Global warming is not a new phenomenon. The Sun warms the Earth's surface and to stop it over-heating, the heat energy is radiated back (反射回来) through the atmosphere and into space. Gases such as carbon dioxide, methane (甲烷), CFC's (氯氟烃) and nitrogen oxides (氧化氮) trap some of this heat thereby warming the lower atmosphere, which in turn warms the Earth's surface. This is the 'greenhouse effect' and is essential to life, as without it the Earth would be so cold and uninhabitable. However, global warming is attributed to the greenhouse effect as the increase in greenhouse gases being released into the atmosphere by humans slowly warms the Earth, potentially changing the world's climate, causing sea levels to raise and other relevant problems.

We are living in the midst of a great chemical experiment, some serious consequences becoming apparent to scientists. More than two billion pounds of chemicals are spewed (喷出) into the air each year. These chemicals are brewing (酿造) a disastrous stew (混乱), resulting in an atmosphere crisis. The greatest consequences of the atmosphere crisis may be global warming and the ozone depletion (臭氧枯竭). If humankind wants to survive well into the next millen- nium, we must stop this horrid destruction of our own environment.

 ). Short-wave solar radiation sinks into the Earth's atmosphere and warms its surface; while longwave infrared (红外) radiation emitted by the Earth's surface is absorbed, and then re-emitted by trace gases (Brent C. Willhoite
 )

Climate changes occur in our Earth's atmosphere due to a buildup of greenhouse gases. Greenhouse gases can occur naturally as well as a result of human activities (Melissa Phillips
 ). Problems can occur when higher concentrations of greenhouse gases are present in our atmosphere because they have enhanced our Earth's heat trapping capability (Anne Rector
 ). Climate change is neither new nor unusual. Throughout the history of the Earth, the average surface temperature, climate and greenhouse gas concentrations have changed, sometimes gradually, other times quite sharply. During the past 10,000 years the Earth has been in an interglacial period (间冰期) with a fairly stable climate, surface temperature, and greenhouse gas concentration. The problem has arisen in recent times based on the analysis of chimate variation over the past 150 years. Scientists have found an increased greenhouse gas concentration, making the 20th century the hottest in the last 10,000 years.

6 人类对环境的影响

 ：人类的汽车等交通工具产生的废气是温室气体的重要来源。

Although the Earth has undergone periodic changes known as global cooling and global warming, today's global warming is unique, due to human influences. The greenhouse effect is essentially gasses in the atmosphere trapping heat, rather like what a car window does in the summer. The major heat-trapping gasses found in the atmosphere are CO2 and water vapors found in large quantity, ozone, methane, and nitrous oxide—which are better heat trappers but found in smaller quantity, CFC's and PFC's—which can potently destroy ozone. The rapid elevation of these gasses in the past fifty years has been the cause for concern of scientists calling it a global warming problem.

For the last 10,000 years, the Earth's climate has been extraordinarily beneficial to mankind. "Humans have prospered tremendously well under a benign atmosphere" (Bates
 ). Today, however, major changes are taking place. People are conducting an inadvertent (因疏忽而造成的) global experiment by changing the face of the entire planet. We are destroying the ozone layer, which allows life to exist on the Earth's surface. All of these activities are unfavorably altering the composition of the biosphere and the Earth's heat balance.

If we do not slow down our use of fossil fuels and stop destroying the forests, the world could become hotter than it has been in the past million years. Average global temperatures have risen 1 degree Fahrenheit over the last century. If carbon dioxide and other greenhouse gases continue to spill into the atmosphere, global temperatures could rise 5 to 10 degrees by the middle of the next century. The warning will be the greatest at the higher latitudes of the Northern Hemisphere.

There is an increasing interest from governments in renewable energy supplies as a means of reducing greenhouse gases and global warming. The oceans are widely recognized as having the potential to provide a significant percentage of our energy requirements, and the ongoing research is mapping this resource in detail. Current designs require extraction devices (提取设备) to be comparable in size to the length of a "typical wave". There is evidence to suggest that much smaller point absorbers (点减震器) could extract energy more efficiently than current designs. There are also opportunities for both natural and man-made concentrations of waves in gullies (沟渠) and inlets (管道入口).

Governments are increasingly looking towards wind power and other renewable energy sources to combat increasing greenhouse gases and global warming. During its operating life, a typical wind turbine (涡轮机) can produce 80 times the energy used to build, operate, and dismantle (拆卸) it. Public opinion is broadly in favor of wind power, but the environmental impact of wind farms could be a barrier to future developments.

Since the earliest days, human race has sought to bend the natural environment to his will; since the first man (or woman) cut the first branch from a tree, a battle has been fought between mankind and Mother Nature. Rivers have been dammed (筑坝), forests cleared away and mountains leveled (夷为平地) in our quest to mould the environment to our needs. Our blinkered (心胸狭隘的) onslaught against the planet reached a terrible peak in the middle of the last century. Since then we have begun to realize the damage that has been done in the name of progress and civilization. Countless species of flora and fauna (动植物) have been wiped from the face of the planet, never to be seen again. Vast areas of once lush (茂密的) vegetation (植被) have been turned to dust; some regions of our planet have been so poisoned by our machines that they will be uninhabitable for thousands of years to come.

Everything humans do have some impact on the environment. Pollution is a result of human activities in the environment. The main source of pollution includes farming. Farming is having an increasing impact on the environment. This is because there is increased pressure on farmers to produce a single crop and to concentrate on one form of animal husbandry (畜牧业), such as dairy cattle or pig breeding. This can be more economical because better use can be made of equipment and organizations such as supermarkets have fewer farmers to negotiate purchases with. Also transport is much easier, so produce (农产品) can be easily moved to more distant markets. Monocultures (单一种植) are produced from this, which are large areas of the same crop grown on the same land year after year. To improve efficiency, hedges have been removed and this has reduced the amount of habitat available for wildlife. It has also increased soil erosion.

According to many scientific researchers, our entire population has been decreased (减少) with chemicals. There are several aspects that should concern us. First and foremost, many of these chemicals are suspected to have damaging effects on human's health, as well as that of other life forms. Second, most of these chemicals have only recently been produced so the environment is clearly changing and being challenged by these newcomers. Third, almost all of these chemicals exist in the forms and amounts they do because of human practices including agricultural, industrial, and many domestic activities as well. Fourth, many of the chemicals that we produce don't get used in a productive way—that is, they are wasted, disposed of, and/or left abandoned; consider that less than 5 percent of pesticides actually make contact with their host target. Fifth, most, if not all, of the chemicals used have replacements that are much less harmful or toxic. And sixth, and perhaps most discouragingly, many of us are aware of this, but still buy and use these chemicals without a moment of hesitation.

Since the environmental movement began four decades ago, there have been many differing opinions as to what role government should play in protecting and preserving the environment. What standards should government set and at what expense? Most environmental or "green" issues are often presented as choices of either economic growth or environmental protection. This idea of having to choose between the environment and the economy has often delayed the green movement from making necessary strides (有实际进展). However, more and more Americans are currently looking toward options that include both environmental protection and economic growth.

Oil spills, no matter how small or large, affect the world's environment when destroying and poisoning all habitat they come in contact with, mainly the water though. These spills can be devastating because they disrupt what we know as the food chain. Oddly enough, humans are the main reason why the food chain is being destroyed. Human technological advancement makes it possible to sustain larger and larger population by exploiting more and more natural resources. The three revolutions in human history, agricultural, industrial and green, have all been answers to overpopulation. Naturally, industrialization leads to environmental degradation. The concern for industrialization is that it is not a longterm solution to human sustainability, since it operates under the premise of the tech fix (补救方法), or the idea that humans will be able to develop new technologies to ensure their own survival. These solutions, while economically advantageous, do not consider the longterm impacts of this continual and escalating intensification of resource use and extraction; indeed they suppose an inexhaustibility of possibilities. However, the role human nature plays in determining these attitudes and actions which support this system is not insignificant, and is the key which will decide how the future plays out.

During the past several hundred years, humans have begun to industrialize rapidly. Tons of new technologies with all sorts of capabilities (功能)have sprung up. In many cases, these added capabilities have been used to manipulate natural things for human benefit, often at the expense of other things. On the other hand, technological advancement has required humans to come to a better understanding of the world, bringing with it a greater potential to do good, to manipulate things for the benefit of the planet. Technological advancement has essentially given us the word "can", but now the question becomes "should". Should we do something just because we can? Industrialization has increased the effect humans have on the environment, for good or for bad.

The negative effect of industrialization on the environment has been known for years. The danger associated with lead, chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) (氯氟烃), and other toxic materials was discovered, and several measures have been taken to prevent the damage to the environment by government agencies. It will not be far-fetched to blame industrialization as the main cause for the situation we find ourselves in today. The developed nations, being the main promoters, sponsors, and profiting bodies of industrialization, were the prominent victims. They were also the first ones to put a system in place in an attempt to counteract the harm done to the environment. Government agencies such as the EPA (美国环保署), set strict laws to protect the environment in most Scandinavian countries, and the International Organization for Standardization (ISO) (国际标准化组织), are examples of the new environmental-friendly trend being exhibited in developed countries.

To consider the human condition apart from the natural environment is both foolish and inconceivable (不可想象的). In developed society the weather has become nothing more than something to discuss with the person standing next to you in the checkout line. Population refers to how many people will be at the movies this weekend. Agriculture is what shows up in the production section of the grocery store, and fire is something you can order on pay-per-view (按次计费) and watch on your television screen for $3.69, hours and hours of it. Practically nothing directly relates to the environment that we are so intrinsically a part of. Humanity has neglected to develop consciousness about its position in a world.

Mobility has allowed human civilizations throughout history to reap (获得) the benefits of unrestricted and intercontinental trade, but there are environmental costs as a result which are not immediately apparent. There is no doubt that trade between nations has depleted (耗尽) natural resources, but the question as to whether current trade policies augment (增加) or temper (缓和) environmental degradation is currently in contention. One view is that environmental regulations will create "pollution havens" (污染避风港) in countries where there are less stringent (严厉的) regulations, simply relocating (迁移) environmental damage to a country where the environment is worthless. The opposing view comes in the form of the "Porter hypothesis" named for Michael Porter and his suggestion that stringent regulations will encourage technological innovation among polluting firms thereby decreasing the rate at which the environment is damaged. The opposing views deal with current trade policies, but it is also important to look at the effects that trade has had on the environment.

Ask the average passer-by, however, and you may get a different answer. Some people may say that loggers (伐木工人) are bad people because they cut down trees. But if you ask a logger, you will discover that they only cut down as many trees as the public demands. As long as there is a market for tree products, they will continue logging. It seems that there is a gap between how much we know about environmental situations that prove problematic and how much is actually being done to avoid such situations.

Human life cannot exist in the absence of complicated interactions of millions of species in biological systems. Yet as humans, we live during a period of the greatest loss of plant and animal species since the mega-extinctions (巨型灭绝) of the Jurassic Period 65 million years ago. Harvard University biologist E. O. Wilson estimates "that 50,000 plant and animal species disappear each year due to tropical deforestation, expanding agriculture, and human settlement" (Hinrichsen, 1999
 ). Human activities impact the environment in various ways, including decreasing agricultural land; air, land and water pollution; urban and suburban development; and the introduction of invasive or non-native wildlife species. If land and wildlife are poorly managed, humans risk losing our habitat.

The Earth appears to be warming due to the greenhouse effect. Scientists estimate that the average temperature could climb up about 2 degrees Celsius in 20 years. 1 什么是媒体

Media comes in many different forms. We use media in our everyday life, from watching news on the television to listening to adverts on the radio. There are many forms of media such as, television, radio, newspaper, the Internet and billboards. Media are ubiquitous in our daily life. Media can be very influential.

The growing economic and cultural significance of television for sport gradually became a pertinent (恰当的) issue in countries around the world. Clearly sport and television have developed a degree of interdependence. They belong together "like ham and eggs". In the view of some, television had "made" sport.

Media's job is to inform people. Because of the filtering of media, it is usually used for propaganda, with profit and power. Many people think media are the most powerful means for propaganda. Lord Beaverbrook (1879-1964), who is the owner of the Daily Express
 and founder of The Sun
 , used his newspaper entirely for propaganda without taking into consideration the purposes of media (Watson
 ). Media work the same in Turkey as in the world. The bosses of newspapers and television channels use them for their propaganda. Moreover, this propaganda works very well because they have power over the people and amounts of profit owing to media. Media are means of mass communication that informs, entertains, and influences people all over the world.

Media as a whole play a major part in one's life. Media messages can be presented in many ways, from newspapers to news on television. However, the most important factors are how the news is retrieved (检索)and portrayed by an individual or a group of individuals as each individual has the right to accept what they believe, not what they are manipulated to believe or to accept. There are various issues that can be looked at to conclude whether or not there are such things as free, unbiased media. To define this topic, it is too broad to study itself; so it will be broken down and researched step by step.

Media strongly affect youth culture. The media executives are quick to defend their role in youth violence and bullying (欺凌) while spending millions of dollars in ads focused on youth. TV producers, network executives, motion picture companies and others in the media deny any impact of their programs on the attitudes and actions of youth. Meanwhile they continue to spend millions on special effects and marketing geared to (用于) increase appeal to youth markets. While corporations spend millions on market research and advertising to create products and campaigns targeted at youth , they still deny their ability to influence youth. If this were true to fact, would NIKE continue to spend millions every year on product development, marketing and advertising? Would McDonalds still be using cartoon-like characters to sell hamburgers? Would music labels be increasing the level of violence and sexual contents in the music geared towards the youth audience? Would liquor companies be using youth- oriented activities in their advertising? Of course it works on influencing youth, or its advertising would not be a multi-billion-dollar-a-year business. If it had no influence, MTV would not have consultants on staff, spending huge amounts of money to ensure they keep up with youth culture.

The media are almost everywhere in our day-to-day lives. From television to movies, to videogames, it is a very large source of entertainment for our culture and thus has a vast impact on our lives. Even though it was only possible to fit 1,000 songs on the 'iPod mini', it was still one of the most anticipated new technologies. They are now taking it to another level where Apple is planning to release the 'iPod shuffle' which is only 3 inches long and 1 inch wide. The fact that many of the top media industries are now releasing handheld versions of their best selling technologies comes as no real surprise. Many industries are finding that the market is slowly being saturated and is in need of a few new ideas to fill it.

Critical thinking takes the information you receive from the media or any source of information and analyzes it to determine its value. By determining its value, I mean differentiating between useful, cogent (令人信服的) information that will help you build your knowledge structures, and information that could be fallacious (谬误的) and doesn't have sufficient evidence or support to be cogent. Information is the key element in developing knowledge structures. Information can help an individual, but only if he is able to differentiate between useful and useless information. Critical thinking embodies media literacy, cogent reasoning, and development of knowledge structures. A critical thinker takes an active role in processing the information that he receives to determine its value, while somebody who isn't a critical thinker passively receives information without questioning its value.

In a world in which acts of heinous (邪恶的) violence or crude (粗俗的) and shocking behavior seem to be a normal occurrence, it may lead one to wonder what has put society onto this slippery slope. How did this type of behavior come to be so acceptable and in some cases glorified? A careful study of society may lead to multimedia as being the main cause in this changing of view. The modern world has become desensitized to the acts shown on television, movies, and video games or printed in newspapers and magazines. Censorship (审查制度) must be employed if morals and decency are to be preserved.

News and media delegates (代表) on television have abused their powers over society through the airing (播送) of appealing news that misinform (误导) the public. Through literary research and experimentation, it has been proven that people's perception of reality has been altered by the information they receive from these programs. Manipulation (操纵), misinterpretation (误释), word arrangement, picture placement and timing are all factors and tricks that play a major role in the case. Research, experimentation, and actual media coverage have pinpointed (针对) actual methods used for deceptive advertising. Television influences society in many ways. People are easily swayed (动摇) to accept a belief that they may not normally have unless expressed on television, since many people think that everything they hear on television is true. This, however, is not always the case. It has been observed that over the past twenty to thirty years, normal social behavior, even actual life roles of men and women and media, regulatory policies have all been altered (Browne
 ). Media have changed with time, along with quality and respectability.

There is an association between the development of mass media and social change, although the degree and direction of this association is still debated upon even after years of study into media influence. Many of the consequences, either detrimental (有害的) or beneficial, which have been attributed to the mass media, are almost undoubtedly due to other tendencies within society. Few sociologists would refute the importance of the mass media, and mass communications as a whole, as being a major factor in the construction and circulation of social understanding and social imagery in modern societies. Therefore it is argued that the mass media are used as "an instrument", both more powerful and more flexible than anything.

The TV documentary "Ads with Attitude" is all about how companies try to advertise their products on TV and why their main aim is to persuade teenagers to buy their products. For companies adverts are very important to get to their targeted customers. It costs them millions of pounds to display their adverts, but it's worthwhile doing it because they make billions of pounds' return. If companies don't advertise their products and then it's likely that they won't sell much, which can lean them to scarcity. So that's why companies concentrate on so much on adverts to persuade customers to sell their products. Later on in the program they say they are selling a whole image and lifestyle, not just a product.

Censorship is said by the government to help us because it cuts out scenes which may mentally affect us. Parents should be the ones to monitor children's viewing of television and also what they hear on the radio, CD's, and tapes.

Censorship includes the examination and blocking of books, periodicals, plays, films, television, radio programs, news reports, and other communication media which are shown to, or available to the public. Media censorship is sometimes put into place because content is immoral or obscene, heretical (异端的) or blasphemous (渎神的), seditious (煽动性的) or treasonable (叛国性的), or injurious (有害于) to the national security. It is supposedly used for the protection of the family, the church, and the state. Additionally some religious groups, opposed to the violence shown in different types of media, namely censorship works. Still more people who believe in civil rights think that it is an unnecessary violation of the right to freedom of speech for all humans.

The method the television stations use is a mere waste of time and money because a little symbol in the corner of the screen is not going to prevent a child from watching the program. This method can work only if the parents/guardians are there to change the channel, but let's be realistic, how many parents/ guardians actually have the time to monitor everything children watch?Most children do end up viewing these programs anyway.

Censorship is defined as the act or practice of removing obscene, vulgar, and highly objectionable (令人反感的) material from things we encounter every day. Whether it is on TV, in music, books or on the Internet, censorship is an inescapable (不可避免的) part of our lives. Free expression is one of the basic rights that our country is based on, although this right is constantly challenged and contested. The Communications Decency Act was passed by American congress on February 1st 1996. This act sent shockwaves throughout the Internet community. The Communications Decency Act of 1996 was an outright (直率的) attempt to censor another form of media believed to "initiate (开始)the transmission of any comment, request, suggestion, proposal, image, or other communication which is obscene, lewd (下流的), lascivious (色情的), filthy, or indecent, with intent to annoy, abuse, threaten, or harass another person." It is clear that its main purpose was to protect minors from indecent and potentially harmful material on the Internet.

With every aspect of our media culture and now a fair game for commercial exploitation, we can look forward to the full-scale commercialization of sports, arts, education, and the disappearance of notions of public service from public discourse, the degeneration (变质) of journalism and political coverage, and children's programming under commercial pressure. This concentration of media power and attendant (随之而来的) commercialization of public discourse is a disaster. An informed, participating citizenry depends on media that play a public service function. As James Madison once put it, "A popular government without popular information, or the means of acquiring it, is but a prologue (序言) to a farce (闹剧) or a tragedy, or perhaps both."

36 读书的好处

Without books our predecessors would leave us in the intellectual dark. There are so many lessons taught by the books one reads. Books have the power to influence the way people think and act. In my opinion, the workers of today need to be flexible, versatile (多才多艺的), and have cooperative skills in a changing economy. The employers are not only looking for highly-skilled workers, but for people who are flexible, work well with others and have good problem-solving skills. A worker must be flexible to be able to change and grow with the economy. The needs of employers are important in today's job market. Flexibility goes hand in hand with working with other people. Interaction with others builds stronger cooperative skills. Problem-solving skills are a necessity for even the simplest of job.

Over the years, stress at work has been a key topical issue to the whole world. Robert C. Dailey in his book Understanding People in Organizations
 defines stress as "any demand made on the body that requires psychological or physical adjustment." The relationship between stressful events or situations, coping resources and the stress response is a complex one, in that not all people will respond to events in the same way. A broader definition is that stress is an individual's physiological (生理上的) response to excessive pressure. This may come about (in the workplace) as a result of high demands, competition, the rate of technological and organizational change, and more. Although stress is not a disease, but if not checked it can bring significant negative effects to the person and the organization.

Though, the benefits of effective work teams within an organization are very substantial, it takes a lot of hard work and dedication on the part of management and team members to develop, implement and maintain effective work teams.

Altogether, their values, interests, and hard work all come down to money. For many, a "successful" worker is one who makes the most income and achieves the most fame. When it comes to interviews, the main questions are wages and hours. These people often fail to consider if the work is their actual passion—to do something they love. Partial blame goes out to our capitalist system and industrial machinery. We fail to consider what work should really be when we wake up each morning. But overall, the fact is that we must arrange our ideas.

Other harmful factors that are related to work overload include rapid change, disordered multitasking, uncertainty, and interruptions during work. While it is possible that many hours of concentration on a well-defined job has a positive effect on a person's mental state; it is also possible that less than an hour of chaos in the workplace has a hazardous effect on a person's health.

The motivation to work arises from a variety of social, psychological and economic forces. People need income to pay their bills, to feel that they have a role in society and also feel a sense of achievement. Although there is always a choice, that is not working and not getting paid, people choose between labor and leisure according to the perceived rewards of each. The marginal utility of labor reflects the satisfactions to be gained from added income, as well as any direct pleasure a job may provide. A worker compares these satisfactions with those of leisure and chooses the one that yields (获得) the greatest utility for available time and wage rates.

19 美国发放失业补助来帮助失业者

 ：美国签发失业补助条例，旨在帮助失业者，通过利用税收资源对其失业期间的生活提供帮助。

In 1996 Bill Clinton passed an Act (Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation (协调) Act of 1996 (PRWORA)) that moved welfare recipients off aid and on to becoming working productive citizens. Under the Act, welfare recipients would have two years to find a job and get-off aid. Several programs were designed in order to help encourage and eventually get the recipients on their way to being successful citizens. Our tax dollars fund these programs. The program, more commonly known as the Welfare-to-Work program was broken up into different stages in order to best help the recipients. Once the participant (welfare recipient) signs up for Welfare, he/she is assigned a gain worker who is there to help guide them through the program. The gain worker interviews the participant and tries to get a feel for what the participant wants to do in life. From there the gain worker assesses (评估) what program is best for the participant.

Employee motivation is a key factor within a successful organization or business. The quality of work that people express is often a result of the motivation they possess. Companies have a variety of ways to motivate their employees, as well as to keep them satisfied. Businesses set substantial amounts of goals, and when employees reach those goals, they should be recognized within the company. To know that someone appreciates your exertion is a great feeling. Happiness in the workplace is very important if a manager would like to retain their workers. When an employee is discontented, it becomes the manager's responsibility to make the appropriate changes. Motivating employees can be disguised in many different situations. Getting to know your employees on a more personal level can help to keep them happy.

The forming, storming, performing model of team development was first introduced by Bruce Tuckman in 1965. Tuckman later added a fifth phase, adjourning (中止阶段), which is referred to by some as the mourning (悲痛) stage, which involves completing the task and breaking up the team. All teams, whether social, academic, or professional, go through these five phases during team development (more permanent teams may not immediately face the adjourning phase) either consciously or subconsciously (潜意识地) and the cycles are repeated throughout the life of the team.

As well as this, later in a career, people would want more control in the firm's activities, which is usually given through promotions and in some companies the issuing (分配) of shares to them.

Many people get along on a minimum wage (最低工资) or on the dole (救济金), admittedly with a lower standard of living and with sacrifices having to be made, but they do survive. In my questionnaire, it was found that most people who were young in careers would prefer a higher wage than other motivators. This fits in with Maslow's theory of needs. Maslow theorized that a person has their basic needs such as money and shelter, before they would enjoy other, lesser (次要的) materials.

Success is within the mind of the individual. A large portion of one's life is spent working to become successful. For some, success is measured by social status and wealth; for others success is determined only by the amount of happiness one feels.

1 娱乐活动中的暴力现象呈上升趋势


段落大意
 ：娱乐活动中的暴力现象在历史上就早有记录。近年来，随着科技的发展，娱乐活动中的暴力现象更加不容忽视。

Violence has played an important part in entertainment, even in ancient times, like Rome and Egypt. In those countries, mock (模拟的) killing is some sort of entertainment. Even in our time, media violence is ever increasing. Research has shown that media violence did not only increase in violence, but in graphic, sexual and sadistic ways. There have been many concerns that as violent shows and movies become popular, people spend more time watching them than doing other activities. Whether people think that media violence affects young people in a bad way or not, many experts do. According to Professor Rowell Huesmann of the University of Michigan, exposure to media violence causes children to behave more aggressively and affects them in the furture.

2 娱乐是新闻的一大卖点

Entertainment is to hold the attention of people with something amusing or diverting (分散注意力的). News is information about recent events. In recent history, news has become a commodity. Therefore, news must be sold. News organizations use entertainment as a basis for getting the viewer to watch their news programs. Manheim claims that the media are not as diverse as they claim to be. He states, "though for competitive purposes they might make us believe otherwise, most American news organizations have a great deal in common with one another; they define news itself in essentially the same terms" (Manheim, 1991
 ).

Imagine a world where no one goes outside for a neighborhood soccer game. Computer games are the closest things to activity and the only social interaction comes in the form of online gaming. Now, think to yourself, is this actually a far- fetched idea? The sad reality is that to thousands of what researchers from the Center for Disease Control call "teens", this is their daily life: go to school, do homework and jump on the computer or various other gaming systems. In modern America children seldom go outside to simply enjoy the pleasures of physical activities. The Center for Disease Control noticed this very problem and brought it to Congress in order to help get funding to prevent obesity which is becoming an epidemic. It is from this that the "Verb" campaign began in June of 2002. The Verb advertising campaign draws children in by appealing to their senses of Ethos (气质), Logos (理性), and Pathos (伤感力); moreover, the advertisement succes-sfully demonstrates to their audience that physical exercises are worthwhile.




4 互联网的娱乐作用

If somebody had told me five years ago that I would spend all of my free time in front of my computer screen I would have called him crazy. Music is now stolen, movies the same, and games can be hacked and broken into with simple programs. As technology develops, more and more information will be taken, changed, and stolen. Thirty-five years ago, Japan's entertainment industry found an answer to its problems. Still developing in the aftermath of defeat in the World War II, and the subsequent restructuring (重组) plan instituted by the United States, Japan has no surplus (多余的) resources. There was no money for the production of films. American films soon began invading the Japanese entertainment industry. Yet the Japanese people longed for entertainment which would reflect their own culture. So animation developed in Japan to fill the void (空隙) of high-budget film- making. In the years that followed, animation would take a pop-cultural foothold (立足点) in Japan that has grown and transformed, and yet exists today. Even with the onset (开始) of increasing economic fortitude, animation continued to flourish in Japan's entertainment industry. The creative possibilities of animation' s unparalleled visual story-telling capacities had been discovered by Japanese filmmakers, and would continue to be exploited into the present age.




8 女性音乐家

 ：由于自身的特点，女性音乐家在音乐行业越来越成功。她们的成功也体现了音乐的无穷魅力。

There are so many talented female artists in music today that it's hard not to think of some right off the top of my head. Not only do they have great voices, but they're successful and confident as well as pretty rich. Some of these artists knew that they were going to become stars while they were still in diapers. The two females that I will highlight are two of the younger musical talents that are out in the industry at this time. They both worked hard to get where they are today by starting off with many of the same dreams and aspirations many women are sharing. These women have contributed so much at such a young age that it's almost hard to believe. Music is such a strong influence on many people today. It' s especially nice when you can relate to the message that the singer is trying to provide. Sometimes it's almost as if the person is singing about your life or a situation that you are also going through. Music can heal; it can bring joy, pain, forgiveness, and realization to many of the problems we face today.

Teen violence, murder, suicide—they seem to be becoming more and more rampant (泛滥) every day. The media, as well as concerned angry parents, look around to find someone to blame for these tragedies. Their fingers are pointed in the direction of many music entertainers. Artists and performers are being badgered (烦扰) every day for their lyrics and images they create for their fans. Can music really influence someone's acts of violence? Absolutely not. It cannot be blamed for the crimes of obvious psychotic (患精神病的) adolescents. The music business, mainly "death" metal, has been said to be at fault for major tragedies, for example, the Columbine High School Shootings. In fact, one media spokesperson even related the two killers to Marilyn Manson because they were apparently dressed like him. This constant distraction of pointing the blame on someone else just strays (使偏离) our focus on the real causes.




10 人们对电台的抱怨

 ：电台整天播放的都是人们并不喜欢的口水歌曲和大段广告，这引起了很多听众的不满。

After scanning over the frequencies offered on the FM dial, radio listeners today quickly become bored, annoyed, and frustrated at what they hear. As they flip (翻) from station to station, listeners usually hear the same songs, often songs they do not especially like, repeated on multiple stations despite a change in frequency (频率). Few of these songs are not that month's best-selling singles, unless listeners are listening to older music, which often only reflects the several dozen most popular tunes of previous generations. Amidst the repetitious music, listeners must also hear advertisements on many of the stations they tune to, waiting for several minutes of annoying salesmen plug (推销) at each station before hearing more lowquality music.

11 电视的影响

 ：为了经济利益，电视台不惜在黄金时段播放不良节目，对很多青年造成了负面影响。

Television is a source for top entertainment adored by all ages, but the programs are influencing the eyes of the viewers both in a good and bad way. Violence, sex and bad language are currently shown at earlier and earlier times, leaving especially children prone to mature viewing. With the television being the most watched object in the country, it is not a surprise that nearly everyone has one in his home. Due to such expectations from the high attendance, each channel must broadcast whatever will bring them the most money. This normally includes exciting and "saucy (粗俗不雅的)" scenes.

12 流行音乐对社会的负面影响

There is no disputing that society is influenced by its choices of entertainment. Some ways in which people are influenced are positive, but others are harmful. In the society we live in, the harmful ways always outnumber the positive. If we gravitated (被吸引) toward the positive forms of entertainment a little more often than the negative, then our society would have fewer problems. Popular music has a negative effect on society and endorses a lack of creativity. Most popular music today is driven by violence and sex. These musicians put out albums that glorify violence and promote causal sex. When the albums are being produced, the artist does not think of how it will affect the perspective of merchants (爱好者). When produced in a society different from the one in which it is being marketed, it often induces (引诱，导致) the society to act out what is heard on the album. Too often this brings about added violence and increased drug use on our streets. Since our society leans toward what is popular, this causes more underage drinking coupled with the use of drugs.




13 电动游戏的发展

 ：技术的发展带动了电动游戏的发展，并使之成为非常受欢迎的娱乐活动。

The first wave of home video games was launched nearly 30 years ago. By the early 1980s, this electronic entertainment medium had emerged as a cultural phenomenon, thanks to classics such as Asteroids, Centipede, Donkey Kong, and Pac-Man (四个都为电动游戏的英语名称). The world of video games has, of course, changed drastically (彻底) since then. For starters, Microsoft, Nintendo, and Sony are now the key players in the console (操纵台类) industry, having replaced Atari, Coleco, and Mattel for those top spots. Advances in technology are making game world more realistic and interactive than ever before. The result is a new breed of fresh and exciting game genres that people in the early 1980s could only dream about. Video games is a huge industry and it is estimated that 70% of U.S. homes will each own a Video game system by the year 2005 (Cassandra, 2002
 ).

14 玩具对人们成长的作用

You probably remember your favorite game from early childhood—many people do. The game most likely involves your favorite toy, perhaps a truck, or a doll. In fact, when you think about memories from your childhood, toys should be among the first things to come to your mind to evoke a strong image of early childhood. Toys have been greatly underestimated by their possessors and especially by adults, dismissed as the "supporting role" in indoor or outdoor pastimes, which they literally are. However, toys affect a person's psychological development to a higher degree than we may realize. Toys are a child's tools for exploring, for learning about the world. A child uses toys not only for amusement, but for practice. Next to his imagination, a child's toys have the most considerable influence as to which kind of game he will play. Balls and toy guns are usually seen as playthings for little boys, while dolls and jump ropes are more associated with little girls.

In America, video game music is seen as one of the lowest forms of entertainment and its composers are obscure and unknown to most of those who play the games, while in Japan, it is a major component of their popular culture, and composers such as Koji Kondo are treated like famed celebrities. Game music is still not widely considered as an art form, and yet the compositions have become as complex and sophisticated as arrangements (准备) for the film and television.

This was one of the most inspiring books I have ever read. It tells about periods of time throughout the evolving of one of America's most popular and loved games. The book was split up into two large sections and then divided into chapters inside the sections. The first section was called The Spirit. The first chapter of this section deals with the early stages of development in the game. From the beginning hockey was known as a sport of integrity (诚实), grit (勇气), hard work all mixed in with a little class. Some of the most influential hockey players of all time such as Dan Bain, Goaltender for the 1899-1900 Winnipeg Victoria represented all these things and what hockey is all about. The next chapter in the section is called Team Game. This chapter in my opinion talks about the most important part of the game, which is teamwork. In the beginning hockey did not have all the individually talented players of today, it was all about the team. The 1932 Detroit Falcons, which would soon be, renamed the Red Wings, was a prime example of a 1920s-1950s hockey team. Not one player on the team tried to put their own individual statistics before the team, no matter how good they were.

One thing can be certain—web search engines are a much needed service.

Travel and mobility play indispensable roles in the lives of modern Americans. Their largest impacts are seen within cultural realms: airplane, automobile, train, and, to a lesser extent, boat, all of which allow fast and easy transportation to virtually all parts of the world. Such easy access to the inhabited (有人居住的) portions of the planet has facilitated face to face meetings with family, friends, and colleagues living in distant parts of the world, the ability to move quickly and efficiently from home to work or school, and the ability to visit exotic locations for brief, recreational purposes. Usually, these cultural aspects of travel are the most salient (显著的)when the subject is suggested. Yet, the environment is also a significant factor that deserves consideration during a discussion of travel. For instance, the environment may be the predominant factor when we make a decision to travel: one might escape to the beaches of Florida during a snowy winter in Boston, or choose to visit the beautiful mountains of Colorado.

Romance, as it confirms (巩固) human's ability with regards to understanding the world and organizing one's existence in an enabling (有条件实现的) genre. Northrop Frye identifies "romance" in its questing (探求), adventurous, persistent nostalgic, and "perennially (持久地) child-like quality" as the "nearest of all literary forms to the wish-fulfillment dream". Arguably, many of the texts that we have examined over the course of the term can be understood as (more or less) participating in the affirmative conventions of romance in the ways that show men and woman turning travel into a journey.

With all this new computer technology, moral issues have been subject to debat.

The music publishing industry at a glance would seem to be those who print sheet music, method books (工具书), lead sheets, and all of the texts or notated music that musicians (and those aspiring to be musicians) use. Years ago, this was what most music publishers did, but as the industry has evolved the process becomes much more complex. Music is not just ink and paper, but intellectual material and property to the individual who writes it. Therefore the song does not become "a song" when it is written down. This is not an easy concept to grasp because the song by itself has no physical makeup. A song could exist once it is played for the first time, and songs can even exist inside the mind of a songwriter. This concept is why the publishing business can be so complex; we are dealing with intellectual property.

World music is basically any type of music from all around the world. This music is generally noticeable from the other countries, either by instruments used, or because lyrically it is different. These things are what make it easy to tell the difference between the different countries and what type of music it is. World music can be anything from different countries so it may sound different to how we expect music to sound like, for example, gamelan (加美兰，一种印尼曲风) music is mainly a set of tuned bronze gongs (铜锣). This is what people from the Indonesian islands of Java and Bali are used to hearing, whereas Great Britain and most of the rest of the world are not used to hearing. This is because we are used to hearing things which have been tuned differently. Gamelan is one type of world music in which gongs are hit in a pattern. Gamelan music differs between the islands of Java and Bali. This kind of music is used for all sorts of occasions from traditional rituals such as a wedding, to accompaniments (伴奏) to puppet shows (木偶戏), dance and poetry.

As much as the record business would like to have the public believe that computer-based music technology would forever ruin music, quite the opposite is true.

A study of almost 240 second grade students show that the half that received piano training scored an average of 27 percent higher on proportional and fractions (分数) math tests than the group who did not have the piano training.

Music is the expression of emotion through the medium of sound. From the very first moment a human heard a songbird and endeavored to recreate that beauty, or beat on a hollow log and found the rhythm compelling, music has become the most powerful freedom given by God. Music, in itself, is a characteristic common and unique to all cultures throughout the world. Every culture in history includes music as an important part of everyday life. Music, as a part of culture, will most often have more roles to play than a source of auditory (听觉的) pleasure.

1 人们的偶像情结


段落大意
 ：研究发现，很多人有着偶像情结。

Everyone has an entertainer that we follow and like, but when does that like of a person become more than that?Is it possible for a person to become obsessed with an individual you don't even know? Unfortunately it is, according to an article entitled A Cognitive Profile (简介) of Individuals Who Tend to Worship Celebrities, celebrity worship is a form of Para-social (超越社交的) interaction in which individuals become obsessed with one or more celebrities. This obsession is similar to delusional disorder (妄想障碍) in which one believes that another person is passionately in love with them. A group of psychologists wanted to determine if this obsession/worship of celebrities had any common characteristics amongst the individuals. They conducted (举行) several tests: celebrity attitude scale (对偶像的态度测量), intense-personal and 6 cognitive measures (认知测试).At the end of these tests they found that people with higher cognitive functioning are better at realizing reality than those with lower functioning.

2 名人的广告效应

 ：各大公司争相利用名人的广告效应，借以说服顾客相信购买他们的产品和服务是值得的。

The concept of using sports stars to market non-sport items has soared to new heights. Every corporation in the world is trying to get the edge (优势) over their competitors. The classic example is that of the "Cola Wars." During the 1980s, Pepsi and Coca Cola began an advertising slugfest (精彩对抗), in which Pepsi emerged victorious by using Madonna and Michael Jackson as puppets in their commercials. These two companies, as well as thousands of others, have taken advantage of exposing celebrities in their commercials and advertisements. This is done as a means to persuade the public that these products are worth buying. As the years went by, marketers began to realize that in America, sports imagery constituted the most popular way of communicating to the public. The major sports organizations that corporations use to market their products consist of the National Football League, Major League Baseball, and the National Hockey League, but more groups are beginning to get in on the act.

3 名人对普通人生活方式的影响

In his book Celebrity and Power: Fame in Contemporary Culture
 , P. David Marshall states "The close scrutiny that is given to celebrities is to accentuate (强调) the possibility and potential for individuals to shape themselves unfettered by the constraints of a hierarchical society". Therefore, celebrities are seen as role models for a lifestyle that might never be fully attained by the average people, but can be imitated. What is ironic then is that following a celebrity- endorsed (偶像采取的) lifestyle does not create individuality, but reduces it. While celebrities endorse products, they also appear in advertisements which promote a healthy lifestyle where through the abstinence (节制) from vices such as smoking and drinking, to the consumption of healthy products such as milk, or the changing of habits to create a more environmentally friendly world.




4 名人对慈善的关注

 ：并不是每个明星都不关心社会，有很多人积极投身于社会慈善等活动。

There are many people who believe that celebrities only think about themselves and that they aren't concerned with anyone else's problems. To me a Hero is some one that you can look to and who inspires you to be a better person. A celebrity is someone who gets paid a lot of money to pretend to be a hero. There are many problems that face America today such as hunger, poverty and most importantly, war. Contrary to popular belief, there are several celebrities who are concerned and donate millions of dollars to charities; and there are some who run their own charities. They include multimillionaire Bill Gates, talk-show hostess Rosie O'Donnell and jazz trumpeter Louis Armstrong.

"Bill Gates Created Charity Donates Million to Fight Hepatitis (肝炎)", is the headline of Hepatitis Weekly
 magazine. Multimillionaire Bill Gates donated 37.5 million dollars to help treat Hepatitis B in China. The money will be used in buying vaccines to immunize newborn children in poor areas. Approximately 400,000 people in China die from liver cancer and other ailments caused by the disease. Talk show hostess Rosie O'Donnell gets 1,000 dollars donated to her charity for every time a guest on her show gives her a kiss. The money is donated from Listerine Mouthwash; they ended up contributing 500,000 dollars to her All for Kids foundation. 200 computers and 50,000 dollars were donated.

Team owners and their respective leagues need to do something to turn this situation around before they have murderers and rapists playing sports for millions of dollars a year.

They are jealous at times of the common people, and they have no deep sense of peace in them. Rather their life and minds are full of turbulence (波动) most of the time, they are at times so dissatisfied with their own life that they wish to run away from themselves. This they cannot do, and therefore substances that take them away from their own realities are often used by them.

However, as long as there are celebrities to hire there will always be celebrities in advertising.

This is all an illusion that preys (折磨) on our feelings of inadequacy (不知足) when we compare ourselves with the celebrities. Take away the illusion and we are left with a very different reality. Many celebrities crave two things, money and fame, and many will go to great lengths to achieve both. The beautiful face on a cover with a lovely smile is not actually looking at you. It is looking at a camera, it doesn't know you, and it isn't even aware of your existence.

Public figures never have had the same expectation of privacy as other citizens. This was clear a century ago and remains so today. Surely, limits on information available to the public about "public" individuals conflict with the American view of freedom of speech and the press.

History can be defined in many ways. To a young student history is just the study of dates, names, and past events. To an Historian it is the study of the human past. I believe it is a mixture of the two. history is the study of all significant human experiences from people, institutions, ideas, and events past and present. History is all aspects of past human life from social and cultural conditions as well as political and economical events.

 ：由于身份、思想和教育背景的不同，人们对历史的认识总是存在着主观偏差。

The authors of After the Fact the Art of Historical Detection
 , make the assertion that history is not an account of what happened in the past because what happened in the past is only the raw material: "History is not some inert (无自动性的) body of knowledge 'out there' in the past, but a continual act of construction whose end product (最终产品) is being reshaped and made anew every time someone ventures into the archives" (Davidson and Lytle IX
 ). Davidson and Lytle mean that the interpretation of history changes based on the methods of investigation used by the historian. Interpretations also change based on how long "after the fact" we choose to go back and investigate. Current beliefs, social trends, and a person's racial background can't help but play an influential role in how we perceive a past event.

The statement "History is nothing more than a collection of the static (静止的) facts of the past; people who say history changes are terribly misguided" is incorrect. History is more than just static facts when ideas and concepts involved in history are understood and applied in life. Also, history changes when new applications of ideas found in past history are put to use and when new facts about happenings in the past are discovered.

Written documents reflect what has happened. Actions that may have happened in history, give historical documents a reason to be. Although actions may not have occurred to cause documents to be written, they may have been just to prevent them from happening. The Constitution of the United States became a document because the people who formatted the Constitution wanted to make a government strong enough to secure the rights of citizens and fight back with the country against its enemies. They wanted this because they wanted to be able to stand up against anyone or anything that came against the government. One of the purposes for the Constitution being written was to make laws and establish courts that are fair. This purpose was stated because if courts are not fair and laws are not just, then it will be as if we were still under the tyrannical rule of the King of England.

Throughout human history, the expansion of technology has been dependent on the cultural environment into which it was introduced. Intricacies (错综复杂) in social and cultural beliefs are among the reasons Europe's technologies dominated and expanded from the 1500-1600's to the early twentieth century. In addition, isolation and cultural conservatism are among the main reasons why Chinese culture, whose inventions range from paper to the wheelbarrow (独轮手推车), never capitalized on its large technological advantage to expand its empire. This and other examples demonstrate the need of our society to create a society that promotes not only the innovation but the adoption of new technologies.

The Cold War is the term used to describe the intense rivalry between the United States with its allies and the Soviet Union with its allies. The Soviet Union and its allies were referred to as the Eastern Bloc (联盟), and the United States and its allies were referred to as the Western Bloc. The Cold War period lasted from the mid-1940s until the late 1980s. During this period international politics were shaped by this intense rivalry between these two great blocs of power and the political ideologies they represented. The United States and its allies represented capitalism while the Soviet Union and its allies represented communism. The Cold War was truly a global conflict more than either of the century's two world wars.

 ：历史的重要性不言而喻，但可悲的是，人们总是忽略重要的历史。

History is important. In past centuries this statement seemed self-evident (不言而喻的). Ancient cultures devoted much time and effort to teaching their children family history. It was thought that the past helped a child understand who he was. Modern society, however, has turned its back on the past. We live in a time of rapid change, a time of progress. We prefer to define ourselves in terms of where we are going, not where we come from. Our ancestors hold no importance for us. They lived in times so different from our own that they are incapable of shedding light on (阐明) our experience. Man is so much smarter now than he was even ten years ago that anything from the past is outdated (过时的) and irrelevant to us. Therefore the past, even the relatively recent past, is, in the minds of most of us, enshrouded (掩盖) by mists and only very vaguely perceived. Our ignorance of the past is not the result of a lack of information, but of indifference.We do not believe that history matters.

History does matter. No one could record everything that is true about an event in the past: temperature, atmospheric pressure (大气压), humidity (湿度), soil type (土质), molecules (分子) bouncing around (到处活跃), hearts beating, lungs inflating and deflating (肺部吸气与呼气), and so forth—there is no end to what could be listed. History is the process of simplifying. Of all that could be said about an event, what is the most important or most significant? The goal of history is to tell a story about the past which captures the essence of an event while omitting superfluous (过多的) details.

The past speaks in a voice audible (听得见的) to those who want to hear and to listen attentively (聚精会神地). Establishing what really happened at a given point in history is much like establishing the guilt or innocence of an accused criminal in a courtroom trial. Evidence is presented and witnesses (目击者，经历者) testify (给予证明). Taken as a whole, the evidence is full of inconsistencies (矛盾) and inexplicable (无法解释的) gaps, so a sorting (资料排架) process begins. Some witnesses are suspected of being liars; their testimony is handled with suspicion. Some apparent contradictions are found to be resolvable (原意为“可溶解的”，此处指“可解决的”). The gaps are filled with plausible (貌似可信的) conjecture (推测). As this sorting process continues, a coherent picture begins to emerge. That emerging picture, however, will be one of two very different kinds. If in the course of this sorting procedure we have held tightly to our preconceived (先入为主的) notions, the final picture will be a reaffirmation (再次肯定) of those prejudices. If, however, we have been willing to jettison (抛弃) beliefs that do not seem to have adequate factual (事实的) support, we may have our initial suspicions rejected.

History is important because it helps us to understand the present. If we listen to what history has to say, we can come to a sound (正确的) understanding of the past that will tell us much about the problems we now face. If we refuse to listen to history, we will find ourselves fabricating (捏造) a past that reinforces (加强) our understanding of current problems. It has been said that he who controls the past controls the future. Our view of history shapes the way we view the present, and therefore it dictates what solutions we offer for existing problems.

People tend to underestimate (低估) the power of history. If I want to convince you that capitalism is evil, I could simply tell you that capitalism is evil, but this is likely to have little effect on the skeptical (怀疑的人). If, however, I disinterestedly (不偏袒地) tell you the history of capitalism, nonchalantly (不带感情地) listing all the atrocities (暴行) attributable to it, I am much more likely to achieve my goal. I can leave a lasting (持久的) impression on you that will evoke revulsion (厌恶) at the mere mention of the word.

Thomas Jefferson wrote that schooling (学校教育) in America should be "chiefly historical". He said, "The people are the ultimate guardians of their own liberty. It will avail (有助于) them of the experience of other times and other nations; it will qualify them as judges of the actions and designs of men." A century later Woodrow Wilson agreed that history endows us with "the invaluable mental power, which we call judgment."

The discipline of history provides skills such as critical thinking about documents, cause and effect relationships, and abilities to read and summarize materials, often to journalize and understand one's local history in order to make more informed decisions. With rapid technological and strategic change facing today's military, obtaining a complete understanding of the present, let alone the past, is a formidable (难对付的) challenge. Yet this very high rate of change makes the study of the past all the more important.

I'm passionately committed to the cause that distinguishes us from all other animals—the ability to transcend an illusory sense of now, of an eternal present, and to strive for an understanding of the forces and events that made us what we are. In one of my works on slavery I refer to "a profound transformation (转变) in moral perception" that led in the eighteenth century to a growing recognition of "the full horror of a social evil to which mankind had been blind for centuries." Unfortunately, many American historians are only now beginning to grasp the true centrality (中央) of that social evil—racial slavery— throughout the decades and even centuries that first shaped our government and what America would become.

When one looks from afar it's amazing to see the change from societies to ancient Egypt, which created the foundation to science and technology, to modern industrialized nations like Japan and the United States. Copernicus can be noted as one of the fathers of modern astronomy because of his heliocentric (以太阳为中心的) thoughts. He was one of the first to claim that the earth revolved around the sun. As humans developed, and as they had a natural curiosity, they began to explain the world around them. Inventions like paper, printing presses, and the cotton gin also contributed to technology. People began to do things more efficiently, sparing time for leisure. Technology is the sole reason for leisure. In the modern world, most people don't make their own clothes, houses, furniture, etc., thanks to the technology.

Yet it is crucial for the decision makers to understand what makes up the text that is read in the search for answers. In this way, we can see that history is part myth, part construction.

For as long as there have been human beings on earth, there has been history. In the pre-historic days, Homo sapiens had told what had happened the last day. It becomes a myth, an explanation of why things are the way they are. It is more than a mere catalogue of past actions; it helps to explain why it happened. By extension, it serves to dictate how the present should be ordered; it explains how things should happen. The record of history though is charged with 'Whys' and 'Hows' of long ago. The facts do not speak for themselves; we speak for the facts. History should not be distorted (扭曲) by the politicians/rulers because to the coming generations it is the historian, not the past which does the dictation to history. The decision maker is faced with a dilemma before the 'lessons' of history can even begin to be learned: which rendering of the past should be taken as definitive, from which should lessons be drawn—the eye witness, official history or a revisionist rewriting? Whose history is picked—of the victor or that of the defeater's version? Dangers do plague the learning process of leaders who use history.

The objective study of the past leads us to formulate questions that apply to the present. It is therefore vital that we challenge and interrogate (质问) it in order to draw correct lessons from it for future guidance. The historian must keep this point in mind that it is he who would be held responsible for guiding/misguiding the posterity (子孙), which will also include his nearest kin. The tragic aspect that overwhelms our national character today is that we can't see anything better than those who are our kin, or those who can offer a better bargain! People must not simply believe that political and military leaders understand the fragile and complex history of the Middle East, Central Asia and Africa—it is equally important that public opinion be well-informed as it is a powerful force in shaping the responses available to leaders/misleaders. Most people's understanding of the world was shaped by what they learned at school. World History should be the main subject in schools, which can provide the foundation for knowledge of current world affairs. How many people studied African, and even Arabian cultures and the causes of world conflicts among different peoples? None of these issues are present in the school curriculum.

The impact of history and culture on an individual's life is tremendous. History plays a large role in forming an individual because it helps them develop morals, ideals, and goals in life. It may go unseen physically, but the emotional effects it produces last a lifetime, and can continue for generations to come.

In the first place, history offers a storehouse of information about how people and societies behave. Understanding the operations of people and societies is difficult, though a number of disciplines make the attempt. An exclusive reliance on current data would needlessly handicap (妨碍) our efforts. How can we evaluate war if the nation is at peace—unless we use historical materials? How can we understand genius, the influence of technological innovation, or the role that beliefs play in shaping family life, if we don't use what we know about experiences in the past? Some social scientists attempt to formulate laws or theories about human behavior. But even these recourses (被我们依靠的事物) depend on historical information, except for in limited, often artificial cases in which experiments can be devised to determine how people act. Major aspects of a society's operation, like mass elections, missionary activities, or military alliances, cannot be set up as precise experiments. Consequently, history must serve, however imperfectly, as our laboratory, and data from the past must serve as our most vital evidence in the unavoidable quest to figure out why our complex species behaves as it does in societal settings. This, fundamentally, is why we cannot stay away from history: it offers the only extensive evidential base for the contemplation and analysis of how societies function, and people need to have some sense of how societies function simply to run their own lives.

The second reason history is inescapable (不可避免的) as a subject of serious study follows closely on the first. The past causes the present, and so the future. Any time we try to know why something happened—whether a shift in political party dominance in the American Congress, a major change in the teenage suicide rate, or a war in the Balkans or the Middle East—we have to look for factors that took shape earlier. Sometimes fairly recent history will suffice to explain a major development, but often we need to look further back to identify the causes of change. Only through studying history can we grasp how things change; only through history can we begin to comprehend the factors that cause change; and only through history can we understand what elements of an institution or a society persist in despite change.

The importance of history in explaining and understanding change in human behavior is no mere abstraction (不切实际的想法). Take an important human phenomenon such as alcoholism. Through biological experiments scientists have identified specific genes that seem to cause a proclivity (倾向) toward alcohol addiction in some individuals. This is a notable advance. But alcoholism, as a social reality, has a history: rates of alcoholism have risen and fallen, and they have varied from one group to the next. Attitudes and policies about alcoholism have also changed and varied. History is indispensable to understanding why such changes occur. And in many ways historical analysis is a more challenging kind of exploration than genetic experimentation. Historians have in fact greatly contributed in recent decades to our understanding of trends (or patterns of change) in alcoholism and to our grasp of the dimensions of addiction as an evolving social problem.

History, then, provides the only extensive materials available to study the human condition. It also focuses attention on the complex processes of social change, including the factors that are causing change around us today. Here, at base, are the two related reasons many people become enthralled with the examination of the past and why our society requires and encourages the study of history as a major subject in the schools.

These two fundamental reasons for studying history underlie (引起) more specific and quite diverse uses of history in our own lives. History well told is beautiful. Many of the historians who appeal to the general reading public know the importance of dramatic and skillful writing—as well as of accuracy. Biography and military history appeal in part because of the tales they contain. History as art and entertainment serves a real purpose, on aesthetic grounds but also on the level of human understanding. Stories well done are stories that reveal how people and societies have actually functioned, and they prompt (推动) thoughts about the human experience in other times and places. The same aesthetic and humanistic goals inspire people to immerse themselves in efforts to reconstruct quite remote pasts, far removed from immediate, present-day utility. Exploring what historians sometimes call the "pastiness (浆糊) of the past" —the ways people in distant ages constructed their lives—involves a sense of beauty and excitement, and ultimately another perspective on human life and society.

History also provides a terrain (空间) for moral contemplation. Studying the stories of individuals and situations in the past allows a student to test his or her own moral sense. To hone (使有效) it against some of the real complexities individuals have faced in difficult settings. People who have weathered adversity not just in some work of fiction, but in real, historical circumstances can provide inspiration. "History teaching by example" is one phrase that describes this use of a study of the past—a study not only of certifiable (可证明的) heroes, the great men and women of history who successfully worked through moral dilemmas, but also of more ordinary people who provide lessons in courage, diligence, or constructive protest.

History also helps provide identity, and this is unquestionably one of the reasons all modern nations encourage its teaching in some form. Historical data include evidence about how families, groups, institutions and whole countries were formed and about how they have evolved while retaining cohesion. For many Americans, studying the history of one's own family is the most obvious use of history, for it provides facts about genealogy and (at a slightly more complex level) a basis for understanding how the family has interacted with larger historical change. Family identity is established and confirmed. Many institutions, businesses, communities, and social units, such as ethnic groups in the United States, use history for similar identity purposes, merely defining the group in the present pales against the possibility of forming an identity based on a rich past. And of course nations use identity history as well—and sometimes abuse it. Histories that tell the national story, emphasizing distinctive features of the national experience, are meant to drive home an understanding of national values and a commitment to national loyalty.

A study of history is essential for good citizenship. This is the most common justification for the place of history in school curricula. Sometimes advocates of citizenship history hope merely to promote national identity and loyalty through a history spiced by vivid stories and lessons in individual success and morality. But the importance of history for citizenship goes beyond this narrow goal and can even challenge it at some points. History that lays the foundation for genuine citizenship returns, in one sense, to the essential uses of the study of the past. History provides data about the emergence of national institutions, problems, and values—it's the only significant storehouse of such data available. It offers evidence also about how nations have interacted with other societies, providing international and comparative perspectives essential for responsible citizenship. Further, studying history helps us understand how recent, current, and prospective (预期的) changes that affect the lives of citizens are emerging or may emerge and what causes are involved. More important, studying history encourages habits of mind that are vital for responsible public behavior, whether as a national or community leader, an informed voter, a petitioner (请愿者), or a simple observer.

(1) The Ability to Assess Evidence


The study of history builds experience in dealing with and assessing various kinds of evidence—the sorts of evidence historians use in shaping the most accurate pictures of the past. Learning how to interpret the statements of past political leaders—one kind of evidence—helps form the capacity to distinguish between the objective and the self-serving among statements made by present- day political leaders. Learning how to combine different kinds of evidence— public statements, private records, numerical data, visual materials—develops the ability to make coherent arguments based on a variety of data. This skill can also be applied to information encountered in everyday life.





(2) The Ability to Assess Conflicting Interpretations


Learning history means gaining some skill in sorting through diverse, often conflicting interpretations. Understanding how societies work—the central goal of historical study—is inherently imprecise, and the same certainly holds true for understanding what is going on in the present day. Learning how to identify and evaluate conflicting interpretations is an essential citizenship skill for which history, as an often-contested (争论) laboratory of human experience, provides training. This is one area in which the full benefits of historical study sometimes clash with the narrower uses of the past to construct identity. Experience in examining past situations provides a constructively critical sense that can be applied to partisan claims about the glories of national or group identity. The study of history in no sense undermines loyalty or commitment, but it does teach the need for assessing arguments, and it provides opportunities to engage in debate and achieve perspective.

Historical study, in sum, is crucial to the promotion of that elusive (难以捉摸的) creature, the well-informed citizen. It provides basic factual information about the background of our political institutions and about the values and problems that affect our social well-being. It also contributes to our capacity to use evidence, assess interpretations, and analyze change and continuities (连贯性). No one can ever quite deal with the present as the historian deals with the past— we lack the perspective for this feat; but we can move in this direction by applying historical habits of mind, and we will function as better citizens in the process.

History is useful for work. Its study helps create good businesspeople, professionals, and political leaders. The number of explicit professional jobs for historians is considerable, but most people who study history do not become professional historians. Professional historians teach at various levels, work in museums and media centers, do historical research for businesses or public agencies, or participate in the growing number of historical consultancies (顾问). These categories are important—indeed vital—to keep the basic enterprise of history going, but most people who study history use their training for broader professional purposes. Students of history find their experience directly relevant to jobs in a variety of careers as well as to further study in fields like law and public administration. Employers often deliberately seek students with the kinds of capacities historical study promotes. The reasons are not hard to identify: students of history acquire, by studying different phases of the past and different societies in the past, a broad perspective that gives them the range and flexibility required in many working situations. They develop research skills, the ability to find and evaluate sources of information, and the means to identify and evaluate diverse interpretations. Work in history also improves basic writing and speaking skills and is directly relevant to many of the analytical requirements in the public and private sectors, where the capacities to identify, assess, and explain trends are essential. Historical study is unquestionably an asset for a variety of work and professional situations; even though it does not, for most students, lead as directly to a particular job slot (职位), as do some technical fields. But history particularly prepares students for the long haul (过程) in their careers, its qualities helping adaptation and advancement beyond entry-level (新手) employment. There is no denying that in our society many people who are drawn to historical study worry about relevance. In our changing economy, there is concern about job futures in most fields. Historical training is not, however, an indulgence (多余之物); it applies directly to many careers and can clearly help us in our working lives.

There is a fundamental tension in teaching and learning history between covering facts and developing historical habits of mind. Because history provides an immediate background to our own life and age, it is highly desirable to learn about forces that arose in the past and continued to affect the modern world. This type of knowledge requires some attention to comprehending the development of national institutions and trends. It also demands some historical understanding of key forces in the wider world. The ongoing tension between Christianity and Islam, for instance, requires some knowledge of patterns that took shape over 12 centuries ago. Indeed, the pressing need to learn about issues of importance throughout the world is the basic reason that world history has been gaining ground in American curricula. Historical habits of mind are enriched when we learn to compare different patterns of historical development, which means some study of other national traditions and civilizations.

The key to developing historical habits of mind, however, is having repeated experience in historical inquiry (探究). Such experience should involve a variety of materials and a diversity of analytical problems. Facts are essential in this process, for historical analysis depends on data, but it does not matter whether these facts come from local, national, or world history—although it's most useful to study a range of settings. What matters is learning how to assess different magnitudes of historical change, different examples of conflicting interpretations, and multiple kinds of evidence. Developing the ability to repeat fundamental thinking habits through increasingly complex exercises is essential. Historical processes and institutions that are deemed especially important to specific curricula can, of course, be used to teach historical inquiry. Appropriate balance is the obvious goal, with an insistence on factual knowledge not allowed to overshadow (使显得不重要) the need to develop historical habits of mind.

Why study history? The answer is because we virtually must, gain access to the laboratory of human experience. When we study it reasonably well, and so acquire some usable habits of mind, as well as some basic data about the forces that affect our own lives, we emerge with relevant skills and an enhanced capacity for informed citizenship, critical thinking, and simple awareness. The uses of history are varied. Studying history can help us develop some literally "salable (有市场的)" skills, but its study must not be pinned (限制) down to the narrowest utilitarianism. Some history—that confined to personal recollections about changes and continuities in the immediate environment—is essential to function beyond childhood. Some history depends on personal taste, where one finds beauty, the joy of discovery, or intellectual challenge. Between the inescapable minimum and the pleasure of deep commitment comes the history that, through cumulative skill in interpreting the unfolding (显露出来的) human record, provides a real grasp of how the world works.

China, representing one of the earliest civilizations in the world, has a recorded history of about 4,000 years. It possesses rich historical documents as well as ancient relics. It is the inventor of compass, paper-making, gunpowder and printing. The Great Wall, Grand Canal and Karez irrigation system are three great ancient engineering projects built 2,000 years ago. Now they are the symbols of the rich culture of the Chinese nation.

Historic preservation has traditionally been simply restoring historically significant architectural or geographical sites for aesthetic value or for the benefit of future generations to better understand the ways and styles of the past. As the National Trust for Historic Preservation explains, "when historic buildings and neighborhoods are torn down or allowed to deteriorate, a part of our past disappears forever. When that happens, we lose history that helps us know who we are, and we lose opportunities to live and work in the kinds of interesting and attractive surroundings those older buildings provide."

1 笑与幽默


段落大意
 ：令人发笑是幽默的一种表现形式。

A sense of humor may take various forms and laughter may be anything from a refined tinkle (银铃般的笑声) to an earthquaking roar, but the effect is always the same. Humor helps us to maintain a correct sense of value. It is the one quality that political fanatics appear to lack. If we can see the funny side, we will never make the mistake of taking ourselves too seriously. We are always reminded that tragedy is not really far removed from comedy, so we never get a lop-sided (不平衡的) view of things.

2 幽默的独特作用

 ：幽默能够带给人快乐、勇气和决心。

The sense of humor must be singled out as man's typical quality because it is associated with laughter. And laughter, in turn, is associated with happiness. Courage, determination, initiative—these are qualities we share with other forms of life. But the sense of humor is uniquely human nature. If happiness is one of the great goals of life, then it is the sense of humor that provides the key.

 ：幽默被用在广告中的效果并非都是积极的。

Research shows that humor may affect desirable responses by attracting attention, making ads more likeable, and perhaps more memorable. Nevertheless, research has also shown that humorous ads do not always elicit (得出) more positive brand attitudes and purchase intentions. In fact, studies have shown that humor has positive effects, mixed effects, and no effect, asserting that humor remains one of the least understood elements in advertising.

4 惊讶和幽默

 ：有时，令人感到惊讶也是幽默的一种形式。

Surprise—sometimes the unexpected is humorous, but not just because it is unexpected. The surprise here relates to the "unusualness (不寻常)" of that humor. The concept or concepts involved is or are always in some relationship that would not normally be expected. A humorous thing is not funny just because it is unusual in the sense that it does not happen very often, but unusual in the sense that it would not be expected to happen at all.




5 看待幽默的角度

 ：从某种角度来讲，幽默是人们对邪恶所作出的一种反应。

Humor is always a response to an unusual perspective, and that perspective is always a kind of evaluation that either dismisses or cancels evil, or demonstrates unexpected benevolence. The most common way humor does this is by providing the perspective on something that is evil, or harmful, or dangerous, or threatening, or only annoying, that demonstrates the sense of importance such things bear is false, and that, whatever is being "laughed at", is not important at all. It is the emotional equivalent of the philosophical evaluation of evil itself, and evil is a negative with no power of its own, except that it derives from the good.

6 幽默的作用

 ：幽默让我们可以乐观地面对生活，得到与邪恶抗衡的力量。

This is the key to why humor is required for our enjoyment. While we could intellectually make the same evaluation about evil, as we do philosophically, only by being able to experience the superiority of good and virtue over evil and vice, only by being directly conscious of this relationship that makes evil impotent in the face of virtue, can that evaluation be directly experienced and enjoyed. It is the immediate enjoyment of that which is possible only to man, the sense that one is adequate for living in the world, and all its threats and supposed dangers are no threat to one's ability to enjoy one's life and no danger to their success as a human being. Humor enables us to laugh at the world's empty threats and enjoy that sense of victory-over-evil that is human success.

Of the many possible factors that may cause different understandings in humor, cultural presupposition (预设) gets the special notice because it may substantially and systematically affect people's interpretation of the facts and events in humors without knowing it. This passage is an attempt at pointing the relationships between cultural presuppositions and humor interpretation. In the cross-cultural interpretation of humor, if cultural presuppositions of the giving and the receiving parts approach to the same, it is easy to understand a nation's humor for another nation. Otherwise, it is hard to get the right understanding of humors.




8 幽默是文化的一部分

 ：幽默是文化不可缺少的一部分。幽默反映在语言中，且有其独特的表现形式。

Nowadays, we are familiar with the word "humor", as its features of unique optimism and wisdom, wit and fun, implicit profoundness are accepted and favored by more and more people. According to The Oxford English Dictionary
 , it is defined as "quality of being amusing or comic" and as "ability to appreciate things, situations or people that are comic; ability to be amused". Therefore, in a broad sense, humor may be a writing style, which is mainly featured by humor, or a particular expression effect of langue. Humor reflected in langue connects closely with the practice of words and figures of speech. On one hand, to make good use of some words and figures of speech (e.g. metaphor, exaggeration or ironic) can create humors. On the other hand, humor is also a reflection of delicate usage of those words and figures of speech. The early researches on humor always begin with its practice of words or figures of speech. However, the existence of humor does not depend on any specific linguistic form. According to Mahadev Apte's anthropological approach to humor and laughter, "humor is an integral part of culture and it can be a major conceptual and methodological tool for gaining insights into cultural systems" (Apte, 1985
 ). Without cultural presupposition, there is no humor.

We all know the expression, "Laughter is the best medicine." Science has been proving that this is more than a cute slogan. Experiments have been showing that when we laugh, our body actually produces chemicals that help us heal and make us stronger. Articles on humor have been appearing more and more frequently in magazines and newspapers, and people are being increasingly encouraged to use humor to improve their lives and relationships.

Do not be afraid to project your strengths and qualities to others. By doing so, you reinforce those ideas in your mind and encourage your growth in a positive direction.

Express yourself, whether it's through art, music, writing, etc. Find something you enjoy. Everyone is born with talents and strengths. You can develop and excel in yours. If it's difficult to name two or three things you have some ability in or just plain love to do, think about things others do that you would like to do too and take some lessons or join an enthusiasts club. When you're following your passion, not only will it have a therapeutic effect, but you'll feel unique and accomplished, all of which can help build your self-confidence. Plus, adding a variety of interests to your life will not only make you more confident, but it will increase your chances of meeting compatible friends!

You could even find unexpected topics such as Vampires and Werewolves (狼人). Learn different languages (Esperanto (世界语), Japanese, French, Arabic, Italian, Navajo (那瓦霍语), etc.) especially those with roots very different from your own.

Every decision you make in life is based on your belief system. To open your mind, start to list your fundamental beliefs, and for each one ask yourself why you believe it. Ask some really good friends what they believe and how they acquired their beliefs. Understand this—your belief system is absolutely unique to you. Your friend's belief system is unique to them. However, do not buy an item of clothing that one of your friends already owns (another colour is often okay, however). By adopting habits that you truly love, and developing your own interests and personality traits, you will discover your true self.

Create your style. While many of the popular kids may wear the same kinds of clothes and have the same haircuts, this does not mean that simply changing these things about yourself will make you popular. Maybe a new, shorter haircut will help you to show off your eyes and smile, or that fashionable pair of jeans is just the confidence booster (激发因素) you've been looking for. A change can be a powerful thing. Tailor the latest trends to your own ideas, and put forth an image that makes you feel good. Remember that some of the most fashionable people are the ones who are confident enough to take chances and be different.

A child should always listen to his parents and should always keep in mind that whatever they say is always going to be for his own benefits. He should never be disobedient or rude to them. Many people can talk and talk till they have spoken the extent of their vocabulary, but few individuals have true listening skills. There must be good eye contact so that a speaker will feel that the listener has interest in the material presented. Visual confirmations of the main points of the material must be shown: head nods, facial expressions, etc. This allows you to respond without interrupting the speech of the speaker. Then, when it is the appropriate time, the listener must be able to ask viable (切实可行的) questions from the retained information. This helps the speaker feel that the listener is not rushing the conversation, and instead, the listener will appear more interested in solving the conflict.

This image frozen in time, however captivating (迷人的) and serene, often overshadows the hidden agendas and secret dealings that go on behind the scenes. In reality, the probing of space has just as much to do with politics as with mankind's actual zest (热情，渴求) for knowledge. From promoting national status through international competition, to dealing with internal and organizational issues, to improving public relations, the policy of space exploration is modeled after the politics of the day.

This is down from a peak of about four cents during the height of the Apollo program in the late 1960's. The dissolution of NASA, along with destroying these one million jobs, would cost the country approximately $70 billion in revenue each year. New industries have been built on the technology that made space exploration possible, including personal computers, advanced medical equipment, and high-tech communications. NASA's research and development generates jobs demand for goods and services, and new opportunities for further research and development.

Private schools seem to do better than public schools in important areas such as safety, order, academic standards, and class size.

Interpretations that stem from it can range from "do not touch any of the earth's natural resources ever again" to "use them up as quickly as possible".

Also known as sustainable design, green architecture is a method of design that minimizes the impact of building on the environment. Green buildings are designed, constructed and commissioned to ensure they are healthy for their occupants. Welfare is a government program that provides money, medical care, food, housing, and other things that people need in order to survive. People who can receive help from these welfare programs are children, elders, the disabled, and others who cannot support their families on their current income. Public assistance benefits help many people who live below the poverty line with an income level established for families. Federal and state governments in the Unites States serve the poor people through about 60 public assistance programs. Most people receive help through one of the four major programs. These programs are Medicaid, Aid to families with dependent Children, Social Security, or Supplemental Security, or the food stamps program. Medicaid provides free medical care to the poor people. Funds vary from state to state. In some situations, people who may be able to pay daily needs, but can't afford large medical bills may also be able to receive Medicaid. Some services are paid for bills such as doctor's visits and nursing home care. Most Medicaid funding comes from the federal.

For centuries, nations, cities, and individual families have dealt with the problem of poverty— how to remedy current situations and prevent future ones. For most of history, there have been no government-controlled poverty assistance programs. The poor simply relied on the goodness of their families or, if they did not have a family, on the generosity of the public at large. In the United States, this situation changed in 1935 with the passage of the Social Security Act. The Social Security Act has seen many successes, but it also faces many critiques of its structure and function. In the past, most governments did little to actively aid their poor population. This duty was understood to fall on the families of the poor individuals, charity groups, and generous individuals. Some governments aided their needs in indirect ways.

Famine is a crisis where starvation from too little food results in the sharp increase of distress and death in one place. Developing countries whose food production is dependent on rain-fed agriculture suffer greatly. Climate-related problems such as low rainfall, drought as well as insects and vermin do have a devastating effect on crops and livelihood but there are many other factors at work. To enable the prevention of famines, the causes must be addressed; whether famines will be eradicated from the modern world will take the determination of all people those directly affected and those who are not. Amartya Sen takes the stand that famines are not the result of a country's inability to grow food but from poverty, meaning famine is a product of poverty.

In poorer countries it means living at the brink of subsistence (生存边缘), while in our country few families confront starvation, although many suffer from undernourishment.

Taking under consideration the above mentioned circumstances, the economists'definition for the unemployed can be expressed as the following: "Those of working age who are without work, but who are available for work at current wage rates." Individuals who are at a working age but are not willing to work are considered to be unemployed as well.

Unemployment has been a problem throughout the United States since the esatablishment of our economic structure. In the most obvious sense, unemployment means "being without a job." The term "unemployment" is one description of the economic condition of a society at any given time. Low unemployment means the majority of the labor force is involved in, or looking for steady jobs. On the other hand, high unemployment is an indication of an economy in recession, or even worse. This implies that a sizable (相当大的) percentage of the labor force is not currently working. Until they actually start working again, they will be counted in government data as "unemployed".

Transportation affects every aspect of our lives and daily routine, including where we live, work, play, shop, go to school, etc. It has a profound impact on residential patterns, industrial growth, and physical and social mobility. Someone makes a conscious decision to locate freeways, bus stops, and train stations where they are built. Transportation is no less a civil right and quality of life issue. Safety and accessibility are the most significant considerations in transportation planning. Zoning (住宅、工厂的分区制) and other practices of exclusion result in limited mobility for poor people and those concentrated in central cities.
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Colleges and universities, refer to institutions of higher education( % % #4 7 ) that

offer programs beyond the high school level. Colleges and universities provide

necessary trainings for individuals wishing to enter professional careers. They also
strive to develop students’ creativity, insight, and analytical skills. By acquainting
students with complex ideas in an intellectually stimulating environment, colleges
and universities can provide unique opportunities for personal enrichment and

meanwhile prepare students for future carcers.
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
