EDGEWOOD — Every morning at Dixie Heights High School, customers pour into a special experiment: the district's first coffee shop run mostly by students with special learning needs.

Well before classes start, students and teachers order Lattes, Cappuccinos and Hot Chocolates. Then, during the first period, teachers call in orders on their room phones, and students make deliveries.

By closing time at 9.20 a.m., the shop usually sells 90 drinks.

“Whoever made the chi tea, Ms. Schatzman says it was good,” Christy McKinley, a second year student, announced recently, after hanging up with the teacher.

The shop is called the Dixie PIT, which stands for Power in Transition. Although some of the students are not disabled, many are, and the PIT helps them prepare for life after high school.

They learn not only how to run a coffee shop but also how to deal with their affairs. They keep a timecard and receive paychecks, which they keep in check registers.

Special-education teachers Kim Chevalier and Sue Casey introduced the Dixie PIT from a similar program at Kennesaw Mountain High School in Georgia.

Not that it was easy. Chevalier's first problem to overcome was product-related. Should schools be selling coffee? What about sugar content?

Kenton County Food Service Director Ginger Gray helped. She made sure all the drinks, which use non-fat milk, fell within nutrition（营养）guidelines.

The whole school has joined in to help.

Teachers agreed to give up their lounge（休息室）in the mornings. Art students painted the name of the shop on the wall. Business students designed the paychecks. The basketball team helped pay for cups.

Along the river banks of the Amazon and the Orinoco there lives a bird that swims before it can fly, flies like a fat chicken, eats green leaves, has the stomach of a cow and has claws（爪）on its wings when young. They build their homes about 4.6m above the river, an important feature（特征）for the safety of the young. It is called the hoatzin.

In appearance, the birds of both sexes look very much alike with brown on the back and cream and red on the underside. The head is small, with a large set of feathers on the top, bright red eyes, and blue skin. Its nearest relatives are the common birds, cuckoos. Its most striking feature, though, is only found in the young.

Baby hoatzins have a claw on the leading edge of each wing and another at the end of each wing tip. Using these four claws, together with the beak（喙）, they can climb about in the bushes, looking very much like primitive birds must have done. When the young hoatzins have learned to fly, they lose their claws.

During the drier months between December and March hoatzins fly about the forest in groups of 20 to 30 birds, but in April, when the rainy season begins, they collect together in smaller living units of two to seven birds for producing purposes.

Science can't explain the power of pets, but many studies have shown that the company of pets can help lower blood pressure（血压）and raise chances of recovering from a heart attack, reduce loneliness and spread all-round good cheer.

Any owner will tell you how much joy a pet brings. For some, an animal provides more comfort than a husband/wife. A 2002 study by Karen Allen of the State University of New York measured stress（紧张）levels and blood pressure in people — half of them pet owners — while they performed 5 minutes of mental arithmetic（算术）or held a hand in ice water. Subjects completed the tasks alone, with a husband/wife, a close friend or with a pet. People with pets did it best. Those tested with their animal friends had smaller change in blood pressure and returned most quickly to baseline heart rates. With pets in the room, people also made fewer math mistakes than when doing in front of other companions. It seems people feel more relaxed（放松）around pets, says Allen, who thinks it may be because pets don't judge.

A study reported last fall suggests that having a pet dog not only raises your spirits but may also have an effect on your eating habits. Researchers at Northwestern Memorial Hospital spent a year studying 36 fat people and their equally fat dogs on diet-and-exercise programs; a separate group of 56 people without pets were put on a diet program. On average, people lost about I1 pounds, or 5% of their body weight. Their dogs did even better, losing an average of 12 pounds, more than 15% of their body weight. Dog owners didn't lose any more weight than those without dogs but, say researchers, got more exercise overall — mostly with their dogs — and found it worth doing.

Thousands of people living in the Chinese capital will celebrate the start of the Chinese New Year by heading for the ski resorts（滑雪场）. Never mind that Beijing's dry weather seldom produces snow. It is cold enough in winter for snow-making machines to make a covering for the hills north to the capital. And the rapid growth of a pleasure-seeking middle class has formed the basis for this new craze（热潮）.

Since Beijing's first ski resort was opened ten years ago, the sport has enjoyed an astonishing increase. There are now more than a dozen resorts. Clothes markets in the city have added bright colored ski suits to their winter collections. Mr.Wei, a manager of a newly-opened ski resort in Beijing, sees the growth of an industry that could soon lead Chinese to head for the ski resorts of Europe. In recent years ski resorts offering natural snow have opened in China. But many are in faraway areas of the country and can't really match the equipment and services of some ski resorts in Europe.

Beijing's skiing craze is partly a result of the recent increase in private（私有的）cars. This has led to the growth of a leisure industry
 in the capital's suburbs（郊区）, which until the late 1990s were unreachable to ordinary people. According to Mr.Wei, about 40% of the visitors to his resort come in their own cars. The rest are bused in by schools, businesses or government offices.

The problem is making money. Starting ski resort requires quite a lot of money: hiring land from the local government, preparing the hills, buying snow machines, making sure there are enough water and electricity to run them, and buying ski equipment for hiring out to customers. The ski resort where Mr. Wei works cost nearly $4m to set up. And, as so often in China when someone comes up with a good idea, many others rush in and price wars break out. Beijing now offers some of the cheapest ski training classes in the world, though with most people rather new to the sport, expecting a few more doing the same job.

How words came into being is unknown. All we assume（猜测）is that some early men invented certain sounds, in one way or another, to express thoughts and feelings, actions and things, so that they could talk with each other. Pacing and Pausing


Sara tried to befriend her old friend Steve's new wife, but Betty never seemed to have anything to say. While Sara felt Betty didn't hold up her end of the conversation, Betty complained to Steve that Sara never gave her a chance to talk. The problem had to do with expectations about pacing and pausing.

Conversation is a turn-taking game. When our habits are similar, there's no problem. But if our habits are different, you may start to talk before I'm finished or fail to take your turn when I'm finished. That's what was happening with Betty and Sara.

It may not be coincidental that Betty, who expected relatively longer pauses between turns, is British, and Sara, who expected relatively shorter pauses, is American. Betty often felt interrupted by Sara. But Betty herself became an interrupter and found herself doing most of the talking when she met a visitor from Finland. And Sara had a hard time cutting in on some speakers from Latin America or Israel.

The general phenomenon, then, is that the small conversation techniques, like pacing and pausing, lead people to draw conclusions not about conversational style but about personality and abilities. These habitual differences are often the basis for dangerous stereotyping（思维定式）. And these social phenomena can have very personal consequences. For example, a woman from the southwestern part of the US went to live in an eastern city to take up a job in personnel. When the Personnel Department got together for meetings, she kept searching for the right time to break in—and never found it. Although back home she was considered outgoing and confident, in Washington she was viewed as shy and retiring. When she was evaluated at the end of the year, she was told to take a training course because of her inability to speak up.

That's why slight differences in conversational style—tiny little things like microseconds of pause—can have a great effect on one's life. The result in this case was a judgment of psychological problems—even in the mind of the woman herself, who really wondered what was wrong with her and registered for assertiveness training.

The Cost of Higher Education


Individuals（个人）should pay for their higher education.

A university education is of huge and direct benefit to the individual. Graduates earn more than non-graduates. Meanwhile, social mobility is ever more dependent on having a degree. However, only some people have it. So the individual, not the taxpayers, should pay for it. There are pressing calls on the resources（资源）of the government. Using taxpayers' money to help a small number of people to earn high incomes in the future is not one of them
 .

Full government funding（资助）is not very good for universities. Adam Smith worked in a Scottish university whose teachers lived off student fees. He knew and looked down upon 18th-century Oxford, where the academics lived comfortably off the income received from the government. Guaranteed salaries, Smith argued, were the enemy of hard work; and when the academics were lazy and incompetent, the students were similarly lazy.

If students have to pay for their education, they not only work harder, but also demand more from their teachers. And their teachers have to keep them satisfied. If that means taking teaching seriously, and giving less time to their own research interests, that is surely something to celebrate.

Many people believe that higher education should be free because it is good for the economy（经济）. Many graduates clearly do contribute to national wealth, but so do all the businesses that invest（投资）and create jobs. If you believe that the government should pay for higher education because graduates are economically productive, you should also believe that the government should pay part of business costs. When milk arrived on the doorstep


When I was a boy growing up in New Jersey in the 1960s, we had a milkman delivering milk to our doorstep. His name was Mr. Basille. He wore a white cap and drove a white truck. And I remember Mr. Basille from time to time taking a break at our kitchen table, having a cup of tea and telling stories about his delivery.

There is sadly no home milk delivery today. Big companies allowed the production of cheaper milk, thus making it difficult for milkmen to compete（竞争）. Besides, milk is for sale everywhere, and it may just not have been practical to have a delivery service.

Recently, an old milk box in the countryside I saw brought back my childhood memories. I took it home and planted it on the back porch（门廊）. Every so often my son's friends will ask what it is. So I start telling stories of my boyhood, and of the milkman who brought us friendship along with his milk.

The word advertising
 refers to any kind of public announcement that brings products and services to the attention of people. Throughout history, advertising has been an effective way to promote（促进）the trading and selling of goods. In the Middle Ages, merchants employed “town criers” to read public messages aloud to promote their goods. When printing was invented in the fifteenth century, pages of advertisements（ads）could be printed easily and were either hung in public places or put in books.

By the end of the seventeenth century, when newspapers were beginning to be read by more people, printed materials became an important way to promote products and services. The London Gazette
 was the first newspaper to set aside a place just for advertising. This
 was so successful that by the end of the century several companies started businesses for the purpose of making newspaper ads for merchants.

Advertising spread quickly throughout the eighteenth century. Ad writers were starting to pay more attention to the design of the ad text. Everything, from clothes to drinks, was promoted with clever methods such as repetition of the firm's name or product, words organized in eye-catching patterns, the use of pretty pictures and expressions easy to remember.

Near the end of the nineteenth century, companies that were devoted to the production of ads came to be known as “advertising agencies（广告商）”. The agencies developed new ways to get people to think of themselves as members of a group. Throughout the twentieth century, advertising agencies promoted consumerism（消费主义）as a way of life, spreading the belief that people could be happy only if they bought the “right” products.

While small may be beautiful, tall is just plain uncomfortable it seems, particularly when it comes to staying in hotels and eating in restaurants.

The Tall Persons Club Great Britain（TPCGB）, which was formed six months ago to campaign（发起运动）for the needs of the tall, has turned its attention to hotels and restaurants. Beds that are too small, shower heads that are too low, and restaurant tables with hardly any leg-room all make life difficult for those of above average height, it says.

But it is not just the extra-tall whose needs are not being met. The average height of the population has been increasing yet the standard size of beds, doorways, and chairs has remained unchanged.

“The bedding industry says a bed should be six inches larger than the person using it, so even a king-size bed at 6′6″（6 feet and 6 inches）is falling short for 25% of men, while the standard 6′3″ bed caters for（满足需要）less than half of the male（男性）population,” said TPCGB president Phil Heinricy, “Seven-foot beds would work fine.”

Similarly, restaurant tables can cause no end of problems. Small tables, which mean the long-legged have to sit a foot or so away from them, are enough to make tall customers go elsewhere.

Some have already taken note, however. At Queens Moat Houses' Caledonian Hotel in Edinburgh, 6′6″ beds are now put in as standard after requests for longer beds from taller visitors, particularly Americans.

Cassandra Feeley finds it hard to manage on her husband's income. So this year she did something more than a hobby（业余爱好）: She planted vegetables in her yard. For her first garden, Ms. Feeley has put in 15 tomato plants, and five rows of a variety of vegetables. The family's old farm house has become a chicken house, its residents
 arriving next month. Last year, Ms. Rita Gartin kept a small garden. This year she has made it much larger because, she said, “The cost of everything is going up and I was looking to lose a few pounds, too; so it's a win-win situation all around.”

They are among the growing number of Americans who, driven by higher living costs and a falling economy（经济）, have taken up vegetable gardening for the first time. Others have increased the size of their existing gardens. Seed companies and garden shops say that not since the 1970s has there been such an increase in interest in growing food at home. Now many gardens across the country have been sold out for several months. In Austin, Tex., some of the gardens have a three-year waiting list.

George C. Ball Jr., owner of a company, said sales of vegetable seeds and plants are up by 40% over last year, double the average growth of the last five years. Mr. Ball argues that some of the reasons have been building for the last few years. The big one is the striking rise in the cost of food like bread and milk, together with the increases in the price of fruits and vegetables. Food prices have increased because of higher oil prices. People are now driving less, taking fewer vacations, so there is more time to garden.

Since 1984, Philadelphia has been cleaning up its act. One by one, graffiti-covered walls are being changed into outdoor art. So far, more than 1,800 murals（壁画）have been painted. Philadelphia now has more murals than any other American city.

The walls that were once ugly with graffiti（涂鸦）are now covered with beautiful pictures of historical heroes and modern art, thanks to the Mural Arts Program（MAP）. Its work makes schools and public places attractive, and its citizens very proud. The program began as part of Philadelphia's Anti-Graffiti Network. Jane Golden is the MAP's artistic director. “When people ask me what our program is about,” she says, “I answer them with one word: hope.” Each year, the MAP offers youth art programs and workshops. The MAP receives up to 50 requests for murals each week. Last year, the workers painted 140 murals.

“The making of a mural enters people's collective memory as an extraordinary, pleasant moment in neighborhood history,” says Golden, who began as a muralist in Los Angeles.

For those who study the development of intelligence（智力）in the animal world, self-awareness is an important measurement. An animal that is aware（意识）of itself has a high level of intelligence.

Awareness can be tested by studying whether the animal recognizes itself in the mirror, that is, its own reflected image（反射出的影像）. Many animals fail this exercise bitterly, paying very little attention to the reflected image. Only humans, and some intelligent animals like apes and dolphins, have been shown to recognize that the image in the mirror is of themselves.

Now another animal has joined the club. In the Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences, researchers report that an Asian elephant has passed the mirror self-reflection test.

“We thought that elephants were the next important animal,” said Diana Reiss of the Wildlife Conservation Society, an author of the study with Joshua M. Plotnik and Fans B. M. de Waal of Emory University. With their large brains, Reiss said, elephants “seemed like cousins to apes and dolphins.”

The researchers tested Happy, Maxine and Patty, three elephants at the Bronx Zoo. They put an 8-foot-square mirror on a wall of the animals' play area（out of the sight of zoo visitors）and recorded what happened with cameras, including one built in the mirror.

The elephants used their long noses to find what was behind it, and to examine parts of their bodies.

Of the three, Happy then passed the test, in which a clear mark was painted on one side of her face. She could tell the mark was there by looking in the mirror, and she used the mirror to touch the mark with her long nose.

Diana Reiss said, “We knew elephants were intelligent, but now we can talk about their intelligence in a better way.”

The way we do things round here


Some years ago, I was hired by an American bank. I received a letter from the head of the Personnel Department that started, “Dear John, I am quite pleased that you have decided to join us.” That “quite” saddened me. I thought he was saying “we're kind of pleased you decided to join us although I wish we had hired someone else.” Then I discovered that in American English “quite” sometimes means “very”, while in British English it means “fairly”.

So the first lesson about working in other countries is to learn the language and by that I don't just mean the words people speak. It is body language, dress, manners, ideas and so on. The way people do things highlights
 many of the differences we see between cultures（文化）.

Some of these differences may be only on the surface—dress, food and hours of work—while others may be deeper and take longer to deal with. Mostly, it is just a question of getting used to the differences and accepting them, like the climate（气候）, while getting on with business.

Some of the differences may be an improvement. People are more polite; the service is better; you ask for something to be done and it happens without having to ask again. However, other differences can be troubling, like punctuality（准时）. If you invite people to a party at 7 o'clock your guests will consider it polite to turn up exactly on time in Germany, five minutes early in the American Midwest, an hour early in Japan, 15 minutes afterwards
 in the UK, up to an hour afterwards
 in Italy and some time in the evening in Greece. I prefer not to use the word “late” because there is nothing wrong with the times people arrive. It is simply the accepted thing to do in their own country.

“I Went Skydiving at 84!”


As a young girl growing up in the 1930s, I always wanted to fly a plane, but back then it was almost unheard of for a woman to do that. I got a taste of that dream in 2001, when my husband arranged for me to ride in a hot air balloon for my birthday. But the experience turned out to be very dull. Around that time, I told my husband that I wanted to skydive. So when our retirement community（社区）announced that they were having an essay competition and the topic was an experience of a lifetime that you wanted to have, I decided to write about my dream.

In the essay, I wrote about my desire to skydive, stating George Bush Sr. did it at age 80. Why not me? I was just 84 and in pretty good health. A year went by and I heard nothing. But then at a community party in late April 2009, they announced that I was one of the winners. I just couldn't believe it. Inspired by this, I decided to realize my dream, even though some of my family members and my doctor were against it.

On June 11, 2009, nearly 40 of my family and friends gathered in the area close to where I would land while I headed up in the airplane. My instructor, Jay, guided me through the experience. The plane was the noisiest one I had ever been in, but I wasn't frightened—I was really just looking forward to the experience. When we reached 13,000 feet, Jay instructed me to throw myself out of the plane. When we first hit the air, the wind was so strong that I could hardly breathe. For a second I thought, “What have I gotten myself into?” But then everything got calmer. We were in a free fall for about a minute before Jay opened the parachute（降落伞）, then we just floated downward for about five minutes. Being up in the clouds and looking at the view below was unlike anything I have ever felt—much better than the hot air balloon. I was just enjoying it.

Skydiving was really one of the greatest experiences of my life. I hope other people will look at me and realize that you don't stop living just because you are 84 years old. If there's something you want to experience, look into it. If it's something that is possible, make it happen.

Students and Technology in the Classroom


I love my Blackberry—it's my little connection to the larger world that can go anywhere with me. I also love my laptop computer, as it holds all of my writing and thoughts. Despite this love of technology, I know that there are times when I need to move away from these devices（设备）and truly communicate with others.

On occasion, I teach a course called History Matters for a group of higher education managers. My goals for the class include a full discussion of historical themes and ideas. Because I want students to thoroughly study the material and exchange their ideas with each other in the classroom, I have a rule—no laptops, iPads, phones, etc. When students were told my rule in advance of the class, some of them were not happy.

Most students assume that my reasons for this rule include unpleasant experiences in the past with students misusing technology. There's a bit of truth to that. Some students assume that I am anti-technology. There's no truth in that at all. I love technology and try to keep up with it so I can relate to my students.

The real reason why I ask students to leave technology at the door is that I think there are very few places in which we can have deep conversations and truly engage
 complex ideas. Interruptions by technology often break concentration and allow for too much dependence on outside information for ideas. I want students to dig deep within themselves for inspiration and ideas. I want them to push each other to think differently and make connections between the course material and the class discussion.

I've been teaching my history class in this way for many years and the evaluations reflect student satisfaction with the environment that I create. Students realize that with deep conversation and challenge, they learn at a level that helps them keep the course material beyond the classroom.

I'm not saying that I won't ever change my mind about technology use in my history class, but until I hear a really good reason for the change, I'm sticking to my plan. A few hours of technology-free dialogue is just too sweet to give up.

As the railroads and the highways shaped the American West in the past centuries, a new electrical generating（发电）and transmission（输送）system for the 21st century will leave a lasting mark on the West, for better and worse. Much of the real significance of railroads and highways is not in their direct physical effect on the scenery, but in the ways that they affect the surrounding community. The same is true of big solar plants and the power lines that will be laid down to move electricity around.

The 19th century saw land grants（政府拨地）offered to railroad companies to build the transcontinental railroads, leaving public land in between privately owned land. In much of the West, some of the railroad sections were developed while others remained undeveloped, and in both cases the landownership has presented unique challenges to land management. With the completion of the interstate highway system, many of the small towns, which sprang up as railway stops and developed well, have lost their lifeblood and died.

Big solar plants and their power lines will also have effects far beyond their direct footprint in the West. This is not an argument against building them. We need alternative energy badly, and to really take advantage of it we need to be able to move electricity around far more readily than we can now.

So trade-offs will have to be made. Some scenic spots will be sacrificed. Some species（物种）will be forced to move, or will be carefully moved to special accommodations. Deals will be struck to reduce the immediate effects.

The lasting effects of these trade-offs are another matter. The 21st century development of the American West as an ideal place for alternative energy is going to throw off a lot of power and money in the region. There are chances for that power and money to do a lot of good. But it is just as likely that they will be spent wastefully and will leave new problems behind, just like the railroads and the highways.

The money set aside in negotiated trade-offs and the institutions that control it will shape the West far beyond the immediate footprint of power plants and transmission lines. So let's remember the effects of the railroads and the highways as we construct these new power plants in the West.

Trust is our first inclination（倾向）. Doubting others does not seem to be natural to us. The whole construction of our society depends on mutual（相互）trust, not distrust. We do what we say we'll do; we show up when we say we'll show up; and we pay when we say we'll pay. We trust each other in these matters, and we're angry or disappointed with the person or organization that breaks the trust we have in them.

Grown-ups are often surprised by how well they remember something they learned as children but have never practiced ever since. A man who has not had a chance to go swimming for years can still swim as well as ever when he gets back in the water. He can get on a bicycle after many years and still ride away. He can play catch and hit a ball as well as his son. A mother who has not thought about the words for years can teach her daughter the poem that begins “Twinkle, twinkle, little star” or remember the story of Cinderella or Goldilocks and the Three Bears.

One explanation is the law of overlearning
 , which can be stated as follows: Once we have learned something, additional learning trials（尝试）increase the length of time we will remember it.

In childhood we usually continue to practice such skills as swimming, bicycle riding, and playing baseball long after we have learned them. We continue to listen to and remind ourselves of words such as “Twinkle, twinkle, little star” and childhood tales such as Cinderella and Goldilocks. We not only learn but overlearn.

The multiplication tables（乘法口诀表）are an exception to the general rule that we forget rather quickly the things that we learn in school, because they
 are another of the things we overlearn in childhood.

The law of overlearning explains why cramming（突击学习）for an examination, though it may result in a passing grade, is not a satisfactory way to learn a college course. By cramming, a student may learn the subject well enough to get by on the examination, but he is likely soon to forget almost everything he learned. A little overlearning, on the other hand, is really necessary for one's future development.

Cold weather can be hard on pets, just like it can be hard on people. Sometimes owners forget that their cats are just as used to the warm shelter（住所）as they are. You may think that sailing is a difficult sport, but it is really not hard to learn it. You do not need to be strong. But you need to be quick. And you need to understand a few basic rules about the wind.

First, you must ask yourself, “Where is the wind coming from? Is it coming from ahead or behind or from the side?” You must think about this all the time on the boat. The wind direction tells you what to do with the sail.

Let's start with the wind blowing from the behind. This means the wind and the boat are going in the same direction. Then you must always keep the sail outside the boat. It should be at a 90° angle（角度）to the boat. Then it will catch the wind best.

If the wind is blowing from the side, it is blowing across the boat. In this case, you must keep the sail half way outside the boat. It should be at a 45° angle to the boat. It needs to be out far enough to catch the wind, but it shouldn't flap（摆动）. It shouldn't look like on a flagpole. If it is flapping, it is probably out too far, and the boat will slow down.

Sailing into the wind is not possible. If you try, the sail will flap and the boat will stop. You may want to go in that direction. It is possible, but you can't go in a straight line. You must go first in one direction and then in another. This is called tacking. When you are tacking, you must always keep the sail inside the boat.

Facial expressions carry meaning that is determined by situations and relationships. For example, in American culture（文化）the smile is in general an expression of pleasure. Yet it also has other uses. A woman's smile at a police officer does not carry the same meaning as the smile she gives to a young child. A smile may show love or politeness. It can also hide true feelings. It often causes confusion（困惑）across cultures. For example, many people in Russia consider smiling at strangers in public to be unusual and even improper. Yet many Americans smile freely at strangers in public places（although this is less common in big cities）. Some Russians believe that Americans smile in the wrong places; some Americans believe that Russians don't smile enough. In Southeast Asian cultures, a smile is frequently used to cover painful feelings. Vietnamese people may tell a sad story but end the story with a smile.

Our faces show emotions（情感）, but we should not attempt to “read” people from another culture as we would “read” someone from our own culture. The fact that members of one culture do not express their emotions as openly as do members of another does not mean that they do not experience emotions. Rather, there are cultural differences in the amount of facial expressiveness permitted. For example, in public and in formal situations many Japanese do not show their emotions as freely as Americans do. When with friends, Japanese and Americans seem to show their emotions similarly.

It is difficult to generalize about Americans and facial expressiveness because of personal and cultural differences in the United States. People from certain cultural backgrounds in the United States seem to be more facially expressive than others. The key is to try not to judge people whose ways of showing emotion are different. If we judge according to our own cultural habits, we may make the mistake of “reading” the other person incorrectly.

ADDIS ABABA, Ethiopia—One of the world's most famous fossils（化石）—the 3.2 million-year-old Lucy skeleton（骨骼）unearthed in Ethiopia in 1974—will go on an exhibition tour abroad for the first time in the United States, officials said Tuesday.

Even the Ethiopian public has only seen Lucy twice. The Lucy on exhibition at the Ethiopian National Museum in the capital, Addis Ababa, is a replica
 while the real remains are usually locked in a secret storeroom. A team from the Museum of National Science in Houston, Texas, spent four years discussing with the Ethiopians for the U.S. tour, which will start in Houston next September.

“Ethiopia's rich culture of both the past and today, is one of the best kept secrets in the world,” said Joel Bartsch, director of the Houston museum.

The six-year tour will also go to Washington, New York, Denver and Chicago. Officials said six other U.S. cities may be on the tour. But they said plans had not been worked out.

Make Up Your Mind to Succeed


Kind-hearted parents have unknowingly left their children defenseless against failure. The generation born between 1980 and 2001 grew up playing sports where scores and performance were played down because “everyone's a winner.” And their report cards sounded more positive（正面的）than ever before. As a result, Stanford University professor Carol Dweck, PhD, calls them “the overpraised generation.”

Dweck has been studying how people deal with failure for 40 years. Her research has led her to find out two clearly different mind-sets that have a great effect on how we react to it. Here's how they work:

A fixed mind-set is grounded in the belief that talent（才能）is genetic—you're a born artist, point guard, or numbers person. The fixed mind-set believes it's sure to succeed without much effort and regards failure as personal shame. When things get difficult, it's quick to blame, lie, and even stay away from future difficulties.

On the other hand, a growth mind-set believes that no talent is entirely heaven-sent and that effort and learning make everything possible. Because the ego（自尊）isn't on the line as much, the growth mind-set sees failure as a chance rather than shame. When faced with a difficulty, it's quick to rethink, change and try again. In fact, it enjoys this experience.

We are all born with growth mind-sets.（Otherwise, we wouldn't be able to live in the world.）But parents, teachers, and instructors often push us into fixed mind-sets by encouraging certain actions and misdirecting praise. Dweck's book, Mind-set: The New Psychology of Success
 , and online instructional program explain this in depth. But she says there are many little things you can start doing today to make sure that your children, grandchildren and even you are never defeated by failure.

Decision-making under Stress


A new review based on a research shows that acute stress affects the way the brain considers the advantages and disadvantages, causing it to focus on pleasure and ignore the possible negative（负面的）consequences of a decision.

The research suggests that stress may change the way people make choices in predictable ways.

“Stress affects how people learn,” says Professor Mara Mather. “People learn better about positive than negative outcomes under stress.”

For example, two recent studies looked at how people learned to connect images（影像）with either rewards or punishments. In one experiment, some of the participants were first stressed by having to give a speech and do difficult math problems in front of an audience; in the other, some were stressed by having to keep their hands in ice water. In both cases, the stressed participants remembered the rewarded material more accurately and the punished material less accurately than those who hadn't gone through the stress.

This phenomenon is likely not surprising to anyone who has tried to resist eating cookies or smoking a cigarette while under stress—at those moments, only the pleasure associated with such activities comes to mind. But the findings further suggest that stress may bring about a double effect. Not only are rewarding experiences remembered better, but negative consequences are also less easily recalled.

The research also found that stress appears to affect decision-making differently in men and women. While both men and women tend to focus on rewards and less on consequences under stress, their responses to risk turn out to be different.

Men who had been stressed by the cold-water task tended to take more risks in the experiment while women responded in the opposite way. In stressful situations in which risk-taking can pay off big, men may tend to do better; when caution weighs more, however, women will win.

This tendency to slow down and become more cautious when decisions are risky might also help explain why women are less likely to become addicted than men: they may more often avoid making the risky choices that eventually harden into addiction.

Wilderness


“In wilderness（荒野）is the preservation of the world.” This is a famous saying from a writer regarded as one of the fathers of environmentalism. The frequency with which it is borrowed mirrors a heated debate on environmental protection: whether to place wilderness at the heart of what is to be preserved.

As John Sauven of Greenpeace UK points out, there is a strong appeal in images of the wild, the untouched; more than anything else, they speak of the nature that many people value most dearly. The urge to leave the subject of such images untouched is strong, and the danger exploitation（开发）brings to such landscapes（景观）is real. Some of these wildernesses also perform functions that humans need—the rainforests, for example, store carbon in vast quantities. To Mr. Sauven, these “ecosystem services” far outweigh the gains from exploitation.

Lee Lane, a visiting fellow at the Hudson Institute, takes the opposing view. He acknowledges that wildernesses do provide useful services, such as water conservation. But that is not, he argues, a reason to avoid all human presence, or indeed commercial and industrial exploitation. There are ever more people on the Earth, and they reasonably and rightfully want to have better lives, rather than merely struggle for survival. While the ways of using resources have improved, there is still a growing need for raw materials, and some wildernesses contain them in abundance. If they can be tapped without reducing the services those wildernesses provide, the argument goes, there is no further reason not to do so. Being untouched is not, in itself, a characteristic worth valuing above all others.

I look forward to seeing these views taken further, and to their being challenged by the other participants. One challenge that suggests itself to me is that both cases need to take on the question of spiritual value a little more directly. And there is a practical question as to whether wildernesses can be exploited without harm.

This is a topic that calls for not only free expression of feelings, but also the guidance of reason. What position wilderness should enjoy in the preservation of the world obviously deserves much more serious thinking.

The baby is just one day old and has not yet left hospital. She is quiet but alert（警觉）. Twenty centimeters from her face researchers have placed a white card with two black spots on it. She stares at it carefully. A researcher removes the card and replaces it by another, this time with the spots differently spaced. As the cards change from one to the other, her gaze（凝视）starts to lose its focus—until a third, with three black spots, is presented. It happened to me recently. I was telling someone how much I had enjoyed reading Barack Obama's Dreams From My Father
 and how it had changed my views of our President. The World Book Day report also has some other interesting information in it. It says that many people lie about having read Jane Austen, Charles Dickens, Fyodor Dostoevsky（I haven't read him, but haven't lied about it either）and Herman Melville.

Asked why they lied, the most common reason was to “impress” someone they were speaking to. This could be tricky if the conversation became more in-depth!

But when asked which authors they actually enjoy, people named J. K. Rowling, John Grisham, Sophie Kinsella（ah, the big sellers, in other words）. Forty-two percent of people asked admitted they turned to the back of the book to read the end before finishing the story（I'll come clean: I do this and am astonished that 58 percent said they had never done so）.

Doctors are known to be terrible pilots. They don't listen because they already know it all. I was lucky: I became a pilot in 1970, almost ten years before I graduated from medical school. I didn't realize then, but becoming a pilot makes me a better surgeon. I loved flying. As I flew bigger, faster planes, and in worse weather, I learned about crew resource management（机组资源管理）, or CRM, a new idea to make flying safer. It means that crew members should listen and speak up for a good result, regardless of positions.

I first read about CRM in 1980. Not long after that, an attending doctor and I were flying in bad weather. The controller had us turn too late to get our landing ready. CRM requires that the pilot/surgeon encourage others to speak up. It further requires that when opinions are from the opposite, the doctor doesn't overreact, which might prevent fellow doctors from voicing opinions again. So when I'm in the operating room, I ask for ideas and help from others. Sometimes they're not willing to speak up. But I hope that if I continue to encourage them, someday someone will keep me from “landing gear up
 ”.

In 1947 a group of famous people from the art world headed by an Austrian conductor decided to hold an international festival of music, dance and theatre in Edinburgh. The idea was to reunite Europe after the Second World War.

It quickly attracted famous names such as Alec Guinness, Richard Burton, Dame Margot Fonteyn and Marlene Dietrich as well as the big symphony orchestras（交响乐团）. It became a fixed event every August and now attracts 400,000 people yearly.

At the same time, the “Fringe” appeared as a challenge to the official festival. Eight theatre groups turned up uninvited in 1947, in the belief that everyone should have the right to perform, and they did so in a public house disused for years.

Soon, groups of students firstly from Edinburgh University, and later from the universities of Oxford and Cambridge, Durham and Birmingham were making the journey to the Scottish capital each summer to perform theatre by little-known writers of plays in small church halls to the people of Edinburgh.

Today the “Fringe”, once less recognized, has far outgrown the festival with around 1,500 performances of theatre, music and dance on every one of the 21 days it lasts. And yet as early as 1959, with only 19 theatre groups performing, some said it was getting too big.

A paid administrator was first employed only in 1971, and today there are eight administrators working all year round and the number rises to 150 during August itself. In 2004 there were 200 places housing 1,695 shows by over 600 different groups from 50 different countries. More than 1.25 million tickets were sold.

Two dolphins race around in a big pool in the Ocean Park. The smaller dolphin, Grace, shows off a few of her tricks, turning around and waving hello to the crowd. The most amazing thing about her, however, is that she's even swimming at all. She doesn't have a tail.

Grace lost her tail as a baby when she got caught up in a fish trap. When the dolphin arrived at the Ocean Park in December 2005, she was fighting for her life. “Is she going to make it?” Her trainer, Abbey Stone, feared the worst. Grace did make it—but her tail didn't. She ended up losing her flukes and the lower part of her peduncle.

Over the past six years, she has learned to swim without her tail. Dolphins swim by moving their flukes and peduncle up and down. Grace taught herself to move another way—like a fish! She pushed herself forward through the water by moving her peduncle from side to side.

The movements put harmful pressure on Grace's backbone. So a company offered to create a man-made tail for her. The tail had to be strong enough to stay on Grace as she swam but soft enough that it wouldn't hurt her.

The first time Grace wore the artificial tail, she soon shook it off and let it sink in the bottom of the pool. Now, she is still learning to use the tail. Does Fame Drive You Crazy?


Although being famous might sound like a dream come true, today's star, feeling like zoo animals, face pressures that few of us can imagine. They are at the center of much of the world's attention. Paparazzi（狗仔队）camp outside their homes, cameras ready. Tabloids（小报）publish thrilling stories about their personal lives. Just imagine not being able to do anything without being photographed or interrupted for a signature!

According to psychologist Christina Villarreal, celebrities—famous people—worry constantly about their public appearance. Eventually, they start to lose track of who they really are, seeing themselves the way their fans imagine them, not as the people they were before everyone knew their names. “Over time,” Villarreal says, “they feel separated and alone.”

The phenomenon of tracking celebrities has been around for ages. In the 4th century B.C., painters followed Alexander the Great into battle, hoping to picture his victories for his admirers. When Charles Dickens visited America in the 19th century, his sold-out readings attracted thousands of fans, leading him to complain（抱怨）about his lack of privacy. Tabloids of the 1920s and 1930s ran articles about film-stars in much the same way that modern tabloids and websites do.

Being a public figure today, however, is a lot more difficult than it used to be. Superstars cannot move about without worrying about photographers with modern cameras. When they say something silly or do something ridiculous, there is always the Internet to spread the news in minutes and keep their “story” alive forever.

If fame is so troublesome, why aren't all celebrities running away from it? The answer is there are still ways to deal with it. Some stars stay calm by surrounding themselves with trusted friends and family or by escaping to remote places away from big cities. They focus not on how famous they are but on what they love to do or whatever made them famous in the first place.

Sometimes a few celebrities can get a little justice. Still, even stars who enjoy full justice often complain about how hard their lives are. They are tired of being famous already.

Multitasking


People who multitask all the time may be the worst at doing two things at once, a new research suggests. The findings, based on performances and self-evaluation by about 275 college students, indicate that many people multitask not out of a desire to increase productivity, but because they are easily distracted（分心）and can't focus on one activity. And “those people turn out to be the worst at handling different things,” said David Sanbonmatsu, a psychologist at the University of Utah.

Sanbonmatsu and his colleagues gave the students a set of tests and asked them to report how often they multitasked, how good they thought they were at it, and how sensation-seeking（寻求刺激）or impulsive（冲动）they were. They then evaluated the participants' multitasking ability with a tricky mental task that required the students to do simple mathematical calculations while remembering a set of letters.

Not surprisingly, the scientists said, most people thought they were better than average at multitasking, and those who thought they were better at it were more likely to report using a cellphone while driving or viewing multiple kinds of media at once. But those who frequently deal with many things at the same time were found to perform the worst at the actual multitasking test. They also were more likely to admit to sensation-seeking and impulsive behavior, which connects with how easily people get bored and distracted.

“People multitask not because it's going to lead to greater productivity, but because they're distractible, and they get sucked into things that are not as important,” Sanbonmatsu said.

Adam Gazzaley, a researcher at the University of California, San Francisco, who was not a member of the research group, said one limitation of the study was that it couldn't find out whether people who start out less focused tend toward multitasking or whether people's recognizing and understanding abilities change as a result of multitasking.

The findings do suggest, however, why the sensation-seekers who multitask the most may enjoy risky distracted driving. “People who are multitasking are generally less sensitive to risky situations,” said Paul Atchley, another researcher not in the group. “This may partly explain why people go in for these situations even though they're dangerous.”

Passenger pigeons（旅鸽）once flew over much of the United States in unbelievable numbers. Written accounts from the 18th and 19th centuries described flocks（群）so large that they darkened the sky for hours.

It was calculated that when its population reached its highest point, there were more than 3 billion passenger pigeons—a number equal to 24 to 40 percent of the total bird population in the United States, making it perhaps the most abundant bird in the world. Even as late as 1870 when their numbers had already become smaller, a flock believed to be 1 mile wide and 320 miles（about 515 kilometers）long was seen near Cincinnati.

Sadly, the abundance of passenger pigeons may have been their undoing
 . Where the birds were most abundant, people believed there was an ever-lasting supply and killed them by the thousands. Commercial hunters attracted them to small clearings with grain, waited until pigeons had settled to feed, then threw large nets over them, taking hundreds at a time. The birds were shipped to large cities and sold in restaurants.

By the closing decades of the 19th century, the hardwood forests where passenger pigeons nested had been damaged by Americans' need for wood, which scattered（驱散）the flocks and forced the birds to go farther north, where cold temperatures and spring storms contributed to their decline. Soon the great flocks were gone, never to be seen again.

In 1897, the state of Michigan passed a law prohibiting the killing of passenger pigeons, but by then, no sizable flocks had been seen in the state for 10 years. The last confirmed wild pigeon in the United States was shot by a boy in Pike County, Ohio, in 1900. For a time, a few birds survived under human care. The last of them, known affectionately as Martha, died at the Cincinnati Zoological Garden on September 1, 1914.

As more and more people speak the global languages of English, Chinese, Spanish, and Arabic, other languages are rapidly disappearing. In fact, half of the 6,000-7,000 languages spoken around the world today will likely die out by the next century, according to the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization（UNESCO）.

In an effort to prevent language loss, scholars from a number of organizations—UNESCO and National Geographic among them—have for many years been documenting dying languages and the cultures they reflect.

Mark Turin, a scientist at the Macmillan Centre Yale University, who specializes in the languages and oral traditions of the Himalayas, is following in that tradition
 . His recently published book, A Grammar of Thangmi with an Ethnolinguistic Introduction to the Speakers and Their Culture
 , grows out of his experience living, working, and raising a family in a village in Nepal.

Documenting the Thangmi language and culture is just a starting point for Turin, who seeks to include other languages and oral traditions across the Himalayan reaches of India, Nepal, Bhutan, and China. But he is not content to simply record these voices before they disappear without record.

At the University of Cambridge Turin discovered a wealth of important materials—including photographs, films, tape recordings, and field notes—which had remained unstudied and were badly in need of care and protection.

Since the first Earth Day in 1970, Americans have gotten a lot “greener” toward the environment. “We didn't know at that time that there even was an environment, let alone that there was a problem with it,” says Bruce Anderson, president of Earth Day USA.

But what began as nothing important in public affairs has grown into a social movement. Business people, political leaders, university professors, and especially millions of grass-roots Americans are taking part in the movement. “The understanding has increased many, many times,” says Gaylord Nelson, the former governor from Wisconsin, who thought up the first Earth Day.

According to US government reports, emissions（排放）from cars and trucks have dropped from 10.3 million tons a year to 5.5 million tons. The number of cities producing CO beyond the standard has been reduced from 40 to 9. Although serious problems still remain and need to be dealt with, the world is a safer and healthier place. A kind of “Green thinking” has become part of practices.

Great improvement has been achieved. In 1988 there were only 600 recycling programs; today in 1995 there are about 6,600. Advanced lights, motors, and building designs have helped save a lot of energy and therefore prevented pollution.

Twenty-five years ago, there were hardly any education programs for environment. Today, it's hard to find a public school, university, or law school that does not have such a kind of program. “Until we do that, nothing else will change!” says Bruce Anderson.

One of the latest trends（趋势）in American childcare is Chinese au pairs. Au Pair in Stamford, Conn., for example, has got increasing numbers of requests for Chinese au pairs from zero to around 4,000 since 2004. And that's true all across the country.

“I thought it would be useful for him to learn Chinese at an early age,” Joseph Stocke, the managing director of a company, says of his 2-year-old son. “I would at least like to give him the chance to use the language in the future.” After only six months of being cared for by a 25-year-old woman from China, the boy can already understand basic Chinese daily expressions, his dad says.

Li Drake, a Chinese native raising two children in Minnesota with an American husband, had another reason for looking for an au pair from China. She didn't want her children to miss out on their roots. “Because I am Chinese, my husband and I wanted the children to keep exposed to（接触）the language and culture,” she says.

“Staying with a native speaker is better for children than simply sitting in a classroom,” says Suzanne Flynn, a professor in language education of children. “But parents must understand that just one year with an au pair is unlikely to produce wonders. Complete mastery demands continued learning until the age of 10 or 12.”

The popularity of au pairs from China has been strengthened by the increasing numbers of American parents who want their children to learn Chinese. It is expected that American demand for au pairs will continue to rise in the next few years.

The Brown Bear


My wife Laura and I were on the beach, with three of our children, taking pictures of shore birds near our home in Alaska when we spotted a bear. The bear was thin and small, moving aimlessly.

Just a few minutes later, I heard my daughter shouting, “Dad! The bear is right behind us!” An aggressive bear will usually rush forward to frighten away its enemy but would suddenly stop at the last minute. This one was silent and its ears pinned back—the sign（迹象）of an animal that is going in for the kill. And it was a cold April day. The bear behaved abnormally, probably because of hunger.

I held my camera tripod（三脚架）in both hands to form a barrier as the bear rushed into me. Its huge head was level with my chest and shoulders, and the tripod stuck across its mouth. It bit down and I found myself supporting its weight. I knew I would not be able to hold it for long.

Even so, this was a fight I had to win: I was all that stood between the bear and my family, who would stand little chance of running faster than a brown bear.

The bear hit at the camera, cutting it off the tripod. I raised my left arm to protect my face; the beast held tightly on the tripod and pressed it into my side. My arm could not move, and I sensed that my bones were going to break.

Drawing back my free hand, I struck the bear as hard as I could for five or six times. The bear opened its mouth and I grasped its fur, trying to push it away. I was actually wrestling（扭打）with the bear at this point. Then, as suddenly as it had begun, the fight ended. The bear moved back towards the forest, before returning for another attack—the first time I felt panic.

Apparently satisfied that we caused no further threat, the bear moved off, destroying a fence as it went. My arm was injured, but the outcome for us could hardly have been better. I'm proud that my family reminded clear-headed when panic could have led to a very different outcome.

Choosing the Right Resolution
 （决定）

Millions of Americans began 2014 with the same resolution they started 2013 with, a goal of losing weight. However, setting weight loss as a goal is a mistake.

To reach our goal of losing weight—the output, we need to control what we eat—the input（输入）. That is, we tend to care about the output but not to control the input. This is a bad way to construct goals. The alternative is to focus your resolution on the input. Instead of resolving to lose weight, try an actionable resolution: “I'll stop having desert for lunch,” or “I'll walk every day for 20 minutes.” Creating a goal that focuses on a well-specified input will likely be more effective than concentrating on the outcome.

Recently a new science behind incentives（激励）, including in education, has been discussed. For example, researcher Roland Fryer wanted to see what works best in motivating children to do better in school. In some cases, he gave students incentives based on input, like reading certain books, while in others, the incentives were based on output, like results on exams. His main finding was that incentives increased achievement when based on input but had no effect when based on output. Fryer's conclusion was that the intensives for inputs might be more effective because students do not know how to do better on an exam, aside from general rules like “study harder.” Reading certain books, on the other hand, is a well-set task over which they have much more control.

As long as you have direct control over your goal, you have a much higher chance of success. And it's easier to start again if you fail, because you know exactly what you need to do.

If you want to cut down on your spending, a good goal would be making morning coffee at home instead of going to a café, for example. This is a well-specified action-based goal for which you can measure your success easily. Spending less money isn't a goal because it's too general. Similarly, if you want to spend more time with your family, don't stop with this general wish. Think about an actionable habit that you could adopt and stick to, like a family movie night every Wednesday.

In the long run, these new goals could become a habit.

Store Scent

What is the first thing you notice when you walk into a shop? The products displayed（展示）at the entrance? Or the soft background music?

But have you ever noticed the smell? Unless it is bad, the answer is likely to be no. But while a shop's scent may not be outstanding compared with sights and sounds, it is certainly there. And it is proving to be an increasingly powerful tool in encouraging people to purchase.

A brand store has become famous for its distinctive scent which floats through the fairly dark hall and out to the entrance, via scent machines. A smell may be attractive but it may not just be used for freshening air. One sports goods company once reported that when it first introduced scent into its stores, customers' intention to purchase increased by 80 percent.

When it comes to the best shopping streets in Paris, scent is just as important to a brand's success as the quality of its window displays and goods on sale. That is mainly because shopping is a very different experience to what it used to be.

Some years ago, the focus for brand name shopping was on a few people with sales assistants' disproving attitude and don't-touch-what-you-can't-afford displays. Now the rise of electronic commerce（e-commerce）has opened up famous brands to a wider audience. But while e-shops can use sights and sounds, only bricks-and-mortar stores（实体店）can offer a full experience from the minute customers step through the door to the moment they leave. Another brand store seeks to be much more than a shop, but rather a destination

The freezing Northeast hasn't been a terribly fun place to spend time this winter, so when the chance came for a weekend to Sarasota, Florida, my bags were packed before you could say “sunshine.” I left for the land of warmth and vitamin C（维生素C）, thinking of beaches and orange trees. When we touched down to blue skies and warm air, I sent up a small prayer of gratefulness. These were the real deal—and at that moment, I realized that the best part of Sarasota in winter was going to be eating things that back home in New York I wouldn't be experiencing again for months.

Delighted as I was by the tomatoes in sight, my happiness deepened when I learned that Brown's Grove Farm is one of the suppliers for Jack Dusty, a newly opened restaurant at the Sarasota Ritz Carlton, where—luckily for me—I was planning to have dinner that very night. Conflict is on the menu tonight at the cafe La Chope. This evening as on every Thursday night, psychologist Maud Lehanne is leading two of France's favorite pastimes, coffee drinking and the “talking cure”. Here they are learning to get in touch with their true feelings. It isn't always easy. The customers—some thirty Parisians who pay just under $2（plus drinks）per session—are quick to intellectualize（高谈阔论）, slow to open up and connect. “You are forbidden to say ‘one feels,' or ‘people think',”Lehanne told them. “Say ‘I think,' ‘Think me'.”

A cafe society where no intellectualizing is allowed? It couldn't seem more un-French. But Lehanne's psychology cafe is about more than knowing oneself: It's trying to help the city's troubled neighborhood cafes. Over the years, Parisian cafes have fallen victim to changes in the French lifestyle—longer working hours, a fast-food boom and a younger generation's desire to spend more time at home. Dozens of new theme cafes appear to change the situation. Cafes focused around psychology, history, and engineering are catching on, filling tables well into the evening.

The city's “psychology cafes”, which offer great comfort, are among the most popular places. Middle-aged homemakers, retirees, and the unemployed come to such cafes to talk about love, anger, and dreams with a psychologist. And they come to Lehanne's group just to learn to say what they feel. “There's a strong need in Paris for communication,” says Maurice Frisch, a cafe La Chope regular who works as a religious instructor in a nearby church. “People have few real friends. And they need to open up.” Lehanne says she'd like to see psychology cafes all over France. “If people had normal lives, these cafes wouldn't exist,” she says, “If life weren't a battle, people wouldn't need a special place just to speak.” But then, it wouldn't be France.

Your house may have an effect on your figure. Experts say the way you design your home could play a role in whether you pack on the pounds or keep them off. You can make your environment work for you instead of against you. Here are some ways to turn your home into part of your diet plan.

Open the curtains and turn up the lights. Dark environments are more likely to encourage overeating, for people are often less self-conscious（难为情）when they're in poorly lit places—and so more likely to eat lots of food. If your home doesn't have enough window light, get more lamps and flood the place with brightness.

Mind the colors. Research suggests warm colors fuel our appetites. In one study, people who ate meals in a blue room consumed 33 percent less than those in a yellow or red room. Warm colors like yellow make food appear more appetizing, while cold colors make us feel less hungry. So when it's time to repaint, go blue.

Don't forget the clock—or the radio. People who eat slowly tend to consume about 70 fewer calories（卡路里）per meal than those who rush through their meals. Begin keeping track of the time, and try to make dinner last at least 30 minutes. And while you're at it, actually sit down to eat. If you need help slowing down, turn on relaxing music. It makes you less likely to rush through a meal.

Downsize the dishes. Big serving bowls and plates can easily make us fat. We eat about 22 percent more when using a 12-inch plate instead of a 10-inch plate. When we choose a large spoon over a smaller one, total intake（摄入）jumps by 14 percent. And we'll pour about 30 percent more liquid into a short, wide glass than a tall, skinny glass.

More students than ever before are taking a gap year（间隔年）before going to university. It used to be called the “year off” between school and university. The gap-year phenomenon originated（起源）with the months left over to Oxbridge applicants between entrance exams in November and the start of the next academic year.

This year, 25,310 students who have accepted places in higher education institutions have put off their entry until next year, according to statistics on university entrance provided by the University and College Admissions Service（UCAS）.

That is a record 14.7% increase in the number of students taking a gap year. Tony Higgins from UCAS said the statistics are good news for everyone in higher education. “Students who take a well-planned year out are more likely to be satisfied with, and complete, their chosen course. Students who take a gap year are often more mature and responsible,” he said.

But not everyone is happy. Owain James, the president of the National Union of Students（NUS）, argued that the increase is evidence of student hardship—young people are being forced into earning money before finishing their education. “New students are now aware that they are likely to leave university up to £15,000 in debt. It is not surprising that more and more students are taking a gap year to earn money to support their study for the degree. NUS statistics show that over 40% of students are forced to work during term time and the figure increases to 90% during vacation periods,” he said.

Life in the Clear


Transparent animals let light pass through their bodies the same way light passes through a window. These animals typically live between the surface of the ocean and a depth of about 3,300 feet—as far as most light can reach. Most of them are extremely delicate and can be damaged by a simple touch. Sonke Johnson, a scientist in biology, says, “These animals live through their life alone. They never touch anything unless they're eating it, or unless something is eating them. ”

And they are as clear as glass. How does an animal become see-through? It's trickier than you might think.

The objects around you are visible because they interact with light. Light typically travels in a straight line. But some materials slow and scatter（散射）light, bouncing it away from its original path. Others absorb light, stopping it dead
 in its tracks. Both scattering and absorption make an object look different from other objects around it, so you can see it easily.

But a transparent object doesn't absorb or scatter light, at least not very much. Light can pass through it without bending or stopping. That means a transparent object doesn't look very different from the surrounding air or water. You don't see it—you see the things behind it.

To become transparent, an animal needs to keep its body from absorbing or scattering light. Living materials can stop light because they contain pigments（色素）that absorb specific colors of light. But a transparent animal doesn't have pigments, so its tissues won't absorb light. According to Johnsen, avoiding absorption is actually easy. The real challenge is preventing light from scattering.

Animals are built of many different materials—skin, fat, and more—and light moves through each at a different speed. Every time light moves into a material with a new speed, it bends and scatters. Transparent animals use different tricks to fight scattering. Some animals are simply very small or extremely flat. Without much tissue to scatter light, it is easier to be see-through. Others build a large, clear mass of non-living jelly-like（果冻状的）material and spread themselves over it.

Larger transparent animals have the biggest challenge, because they have to make all the different tissues in their bodies slow down light exactly as much as water does. They need to look uniform. But how they're doing it is still unknown. One thing is clear: for these larger animals, staying transparent is an active process. When they die, they turn a non-transparent milky white.

Technological change is everywhere and affects every aspect of life, mostly for the better. However, social changes that are brought about by new technology are often mistaken for a change in attitudes.

An example at hand is the involvement of parents in the lives of their children who are attending college. Surveys（调查）on this topic suggests that parents today continue to be “very” or “somewhat” overly-protective even after their children move into college dormitories. The same surveys also indicate that the rate of parental involvement is greater today than it was a generation ago. This is usually interpreted as a sign that today's parents are trying to manage their children's lives past the point where this behavior is appropriate.

However, greater parental involvement does not necessarily indicate that parents are failing to let go of their “adult” children.

In the context（背景）of this discussion, it seems valuable to first find out the cause of change in the case of parents' involvement with their grown children. If parents of earlier generations had wanted to be in touch with their college-age children frequently, would this have been possible? Probably not. On the other hand, does the possibility of frequent communication today mean that the urge to do so wasn't present a generation ago? Many studies show that older parents—today's grandparents—would have called their children more often if the means and cost of doing so had not been a barrier.

Furthermore, studies show that finances are the most frequent subject of communication between parents and their college children. The fact that college students are financially dependent on their parents is nothing new; nor are requests for more money to be sent from home. This phenomenon is neither good nor bad; it is a fact of college life, today and in the past.

Thanks to the advanced technology, we live in an age of bettered communication. This has many implications well beyond the role that parents seem to play in the lives of their children who have left for college. But it is useful to bear in mind that all such changes come from the technology and not some imagined desire by parents to keep their children under their wings.

Grandparents Answer a Call


As a third-generation native of Brownsville, Texas, Mildred Garza never planned to move away. Even when her daughter and son asked her to move to San Antonio to help with their children, she politely refused. Only after a year of friendly discussion did Ms. Garza finally say yes. That was four years ago. Today all three generations regard the move a success, giving them a closer relationship than they would have had in separate cities.

In all, from the time the stem cells are harvested from a donor（捐献者）to the time they can be implanted in the patient, we've got 72 hours at most. So I am always conscious of time.

I had one trip last year where I was caught by a hurricane in America. I picked up the stem cells in Providence, Rhode Island, and was meant to fly to Washington then back to London. But when I arrived at the check-in desk at Providence, the lady on the desk said: “Well, I' m really sorry, I've got some bad news for you—there are no flights from Washington.” So I took my box and put it on the desk and I said: “In this box are some stem cells that are urgently needed for a patient — please, please, you've got to get me back to the United Kingdom.” She just dropped everything. She arranged for a flight on a small plane to be held for me, re-routed（改道）me through Newark and got me back to the UK even earlier than originally scheduled.

The meaning of silence varies among cultural groups. Silences may be thoughtful, or they may be empty when a person has nothing to say. A silence in a conversation may also show stubbornness, uneasiness, or worry. Silence may be viewed by some cultural groups as extremely uncomfortable; therefore attempts may be made to fill every gap（间隙）with conversation. Persons in other cultural groups value silence and view it as necessary for understanding a person's needs.

Many Native Americans value silence and feel it is a basic part of communicating among people, just as some traditional Chinese and Thai persons do. Therefore, when a person from one of these cultures is speaking and suddenly stops, what may be implied（暗示）is that the person wants the listener to consider what has been said before continuing. In these cultures, silence is a call for reflection.

Other cultures may use silence in other ways, particularly when dealing with conflicts among people or in relationships of people with different amounts of power. For example, Russian, French, and Spanish persons may use silence to show agreement between parties about the topic under discussion. However, Mexicans may use silence when instructions are given by a person in authority rather than be rude to that person by arguing with him or her. In still another use, persons in Asian cultures may view silence as a sign of respect, particularly to an elder or a person in authority.

Nurses and other care-givers need to be aware of the possible meanings of silence when they come across the personal anxiety their patients may be experiencing. Nurses should recognize their own personal and cultural construction of silence so that a patient's silence is not interrupted too early or allowed to go on unnecessarily. A nurse who understands the healing（治愈）value of silence can use this understanding to assist in the care of patients from their own and from other cultures.

Five years ago, when I taught art at a school in Seattle, I used Tinkertoys as a test at the beginning of a term to find out something about my students. I put a small set of Tinkertoys in front of each student, and said: “Make something out of the Tinkertoys. You have 45 minutes today — and 45 minutes each day for the rest of the week.”

A few students hesitated to start. They waited to see what the rest of the class would do. Several others checked the instructions and made something according to one of the model plans provided. Another group built something out of their own imaginations.

Once I had a boy who worked experimentally with Tinkertoys in his free time. His constructions filled a shelf in the art classroom and a good part of his bedroom at home. I was delighted at the presence of such a student. Here was an exceptionally creative mind at work. His presence meant that I had an unexpected teaching assistant in class whose creativity would infect（感染）other students.

Encouraging this kind of thinking has a downside
 . I ran the risk of losing those students who had a different style of thinking. Without fail one would declare, “But I'm just not creative.”

“Do you dream at night when you're asleep?”

“Oh, sure.”

“Nobody. I do it.”

Members go on the site and register the books they own and would like to share. BookCrossing provides an identification number to stick inside the book. Then the person leaves it in a public place, hoping that the book will have an adventure, traveling far and wide with each new reader who finds it

Bruce Pederson, the managing director of BookCrossing, says, “The two things that change your life are the people you meet and books you read. BookCrossing combines both.”

Members leave books on park benches and buses, in train stations and coffee shops. Whoever finds their book will go to the site and record where they found it
 .

People who find a book can also leave a journal entry describing what they thought of it. E-mails are then sent to the BookCrossers to keep them updated about where their books have been found. Bruce Peterson says the idea is for people not to be selfish by keeping a book to gather dust on a shelf at home.

BookCrossing is part of a trend among people who want to get back to the “real” and not the virtual（虚拟）. The site now has more than one million members in more than one hundred thirty-five countries.

A new collection of photos brings an unsuccessful Antarctic voyage back to life.

Frank Hurley's pictures would be outstanding — undoubtedly first-rate photo-journalism — if they had been made last week. In fact, they were shot from 1914 through 1916, most of them after a disastrous shipwreck（海难）, by a cameraman who had no reasonable expectation of survival. Many of the images were stored in an ice chest, under freezing water, in the damaged wooden ship.

The ship was the Endurance, a small, tight, Norwegian-built three-master that was intended to take Sir Ernest Shackleton and a small crew of seamen and scientists, 27 men in all, to the southernmost shore of Antarctica's Weddell Sea. From that point Shackleton wanted to force a passage by dog sled（雪橇）across the continent. The journey was intended to achieve more than what Captain Robert Falcon Scott had done. Captain Scott had reached the South Pole early in 1912 but had died with his four companions on the march back.

As writer Caroline Alexander makes clear in her forceful and well-researched story The Endurance
 , adventuring was even then a thoroughly commercial effort. Scott's last journey, completed as he lay in a tent dying of cold and hunger, caught the world's imagination, and a film made in his honor drew crowds. Shackleton, a onetime British merchant-navy officer who had got to within 100 miles of the South Pole in 1908, started a business before his 1914 voyage to make money from movie and still photography. Frank Hurley, a confident and gifted Australian photographer who knew the Antarctic, was hired to make the images, most of which have never before been published.

On one of her trips to New York several years ago, Eudora Welty decided to take a couple of New York friends out to dinner. They settled in at a comfortable East Side cafe and within minutes, another customer was approaching their table.

“Hey, aren't you from Mississippi?” the elegant, white-haired writer remembered being asked by the stranger. “I'm from Mississippi too.”

Without a second thought, the woman joined the Welty party. When her dinner partner showed up, she also pulled up a chair.

“They began telling me all the news of Mississippi,” Welty said. “I didn't know what my New York friends were thinking.”

Taxis on a rainy New York night are rarer than sunshine. By the time the group got up to leave, it was pouring outside. Welty's new friends immediately sent a waiter to find a cab. Heading back downtown toward her hotel, her big-city friends were amazed at the turn of events that had changed their Big Apple dinner into a Mississippi state reunion（团聚）.

“My friends said: ‘Now we believe your stories,'” Welty added. “And I said: ‘Now you know. These are the people that make me write them
 .'”

Sitting on a soda in her room, Welty, a slim figure in a simple gray dress, looked pleased with this explanation.

“I don't make them up,” she said of the characters in her fiction these last 50 or so years. “I don't have to.”

Beauticians, bartenders, piano players and people with purple hats, Welty's people come from afternoons spent visiting with old friends, from walks through the streets of her native Jackson, Miss., from conversations overheard on a bus. It annoys Welty that, at 78, her left ear has now given out. Sometimes, sitting on a bus or a train, she hears only a fragment（片段）of a particularly interesting story.

If you are a fruit grower — or would like to become one — take advantage of Apple Day to see what's around. It's called Apple Day but in practice it's more like Apple Month. The day itself is on October 21, but since it has caught on, events now spread out over most of October around Britain.

Visiting an apple event is a good chance to see, and often taste, a wide variety of apples. To people who are used to the limited choice of apples such as Golden Delicious and Royal Gala in supermarkets, it can be quite an eye opener to see the range of classical apples still in existence, such as Decio which was grown by the Romans. Although it doesn't taste of anything special, it's still worth a try, as is the knobbly（多疙瘩的）Cat's Head which is more of a curiosity than anything else.

There are also varieties developed to suit specific local conditions. One of the very best varieties for eating quality is Orleans Reinette, but you'll need a warm, sheltered place with perfect soil to grow it, so it's a pipe dream
 for most apple lovers who fall for it.

At the events, you can meet expert growers and discuss which ones will best suit your conditions, and because these are family affairs, children are well catered for with apple-themed fun and games.

Apple Days are being held at all sorts of places with an interest in fruit, including stately gardens and commercial orchards（果园）. If you want to have a real orchard experience, try visiting the National Fruit Collection at Brogdale, near Faversham in Kent.

Bad news sells. If it bleeds, it leads. No news is good news, and good news is no news. Those are the classic rules for the evening broadcasts and the morning papers. But now that information is being spread and monitored（监控）in different ways, researchers are discovering new rules. By tracking people's e-mails and online posts, scientists have found that good news can spread faster and farther than disasters and sob stories.

“The ‘if it bleeds' rule works for mass media,” says Jonah Berger, a scholar at the University of Pennsylvania. “They want your eyeballs and don't care how you're feeling. But when you share a story with your friends, you care a lot more how they react. You don't want them to think of you as a Debbie Downer.”

Researchers analyzing word-of-mouth communication—e-mails, Web posts and reviews, face-to-face conversations —found that it tended to be more positive than negative（消极的）, but that didn't necessarily mean people preferred positive news. Was positive news shared more often simply because people experienced more good things than bad things? To test for that possibility, Dr. Berger looked at how people spread a particular set of news stories: thousands of articles on The New York Times'
 website. He and a Penn colleague analyzed the “most e-mailed” list for six months. One of his first findings was that articles in the science section were much more likely to make the list than non-science articles. He found that science amazed Times'
 readers and made them want to share this positive feeling with others.

Readers also tended to share articles that were exciting or funny, or that inspired negative feelings like anger or anxiety, but not articles that left them merely sad. They needed to be aroused（激发）one way or the other, and they preferred good news to bad. The more positive an article, the more likely it was to be shared, as Dr. Berger explains in his new book, “Contagious: Why Things Catch On.”

Surviving Hurricane Sandy
 （飓风桑迪）

Natalie Doan, 14, has always felt lucky to live in Rockaway, New York. Living just a few blocks from the beach, Natalie can see the ocean and hear the waves from her house. “It's the ocean that makes Rockaway so special,” she says.

On October 29, 2012, that ocean turned fierce. That night, Hurricane Sandy attacked the East Coast, and Rockaway was hit especially hard. Fortunately, Natalie's family escaped to Brooklyn shortly before the city's bridges closed.

When they returned to Rockaway the next day, they found their neighborhood in ruins. Many of Natalie's friends had lost their homes and were living far away. All around her, people were suffering, especially the elderly. Natalie's school was so damaged that she had to temporarily attend a school in Brooklyn.

In the following few days, the men and women helping Rockaway recover inspired Natalie. Volunteers came with carloads of donated clothing and toys. Neighbors devoted their spare time to helping others rebuild. Teenagers climbed dozens of flights of stairs to deliver water and food to elderly people trapped in powerless high-rise buildings.

“My mom tells me that I can't control what happens to me,” Natalie says, “but I can always choose how I deal with it.”

Natalie's choice was to help.

She created a website page, matching survivors in need with donors who wanted to help. Natalie posted information about a boy named Patrick, who lost his baseball card collection when his house burned down. Within days, Patrick's collection was replaced.

In the coming months, her website page helped lots of kids: Christopher, who received a new basketball; Charlie, who got a new keyboard. Natalie also worked with other organizations to bring much-needed supplies to Rockaway. Her efforts made her a famous person. Last April, she was invited to the White House and honored as a Hurricane Sandy Champion of Change.

Today, the scars（创痕）of destruction are still seen in Rockaway, but hope is in the air. The streets are clear, and many homes have been rebuilt. “I can't imagine living anywhere but Rockaway,” Natalie declares. “My neighborhood will be back, even stronger than before.”

California Condor's Shocking Recovery


California condors are North America's largest birds, with wing-length of up to 3 meters. In the 1980s, electrical lines and lead poisoning（铅中毒）nearly drove them to dying out. Now, electric shock training and medical treatment are helping to rescue these big birds.

In the late 1980s, the last few condors were taken from the wild to be bred（繁殖）. Since 1992, there have been multiple reintroductions to the wild, and there are now more than 150 flying over California and nearby Arizona, Utah and Baja in Mexico.

Electrical lines have been killing them off. “As they go in to rest for the night, they just don't see the power lines,” says Bruce Rideout of San Diego Zoo. Their wings can bridge the gap between lines, resulting in electrocution（电死）if they touch two lines at once.

So scientists have come up with a shocking idea. Tall poles, placed in large training areas, teach the birds to stay clear of electrical lines by giving them a painful but undeadly electric shock. Before the training was introduced, 66% of set-free birds died of electrocution. This has now dropped to 18%.

Lead poisoning has proved more difficult to deal with. When condors eat dead bodies of other animals containing lead, they absorb large quantities of lead. This affects their nervous systems and ability to produce baby birds, and can lead to kidney（肾）failure and death. So condors with high levels of lead are sent to Los Angeles Zoo, where they are treated with calcium EDTA, a chemical that removes lead from the blood over several days. This work is starting to pay off. The annual death rate for adult condors has dropped from 38% in 2000 to 5.4% in 2011.

Rideout's team thinks that the California condors' average survival time in the wild is now just under eight years. “Although these measures are not effective forever, they are vital for now,” he says. “They are truly good birds that are worth every effort we put into recovering them.”

Why College Is Not Home


The college years are supposed to be a time for important growth in autonomy（自主性）and the development of adult identity. However, now they are becoming an extended period of adolescence, during which many of today's students are not shouldered with adult responsibilities.

For previous generations, college was a decisive break from parental control; guidance and support needed to come from people of the same age and from within. In the past two decades, however, continued connection with and dependence on family, thanks to cell phones, email and social media, have increased significantly. Some parents go so far as to help with coursework. Instead of promoting the idea of college as a passage
 from the shelter of the family to autonomy and adult responsibility, universities have given in to the idea that they should provide the same environment as that of the home.

To prepare for increased autonomy and responsibility, college needs to be a time of exploration and experimentation. This process involves “trying on” new ways of thinking about oneself both intellectually（在思维方面）and personally. While we should provide “safe spaces” within colleges, we must also make it safe to express opinions and challenge majority views. Intellectual growth and flexibility are fostered by strict debate and questioning.

Learning to deal with the social world is equally important. Because a college community（群体）differs from the family, many students will struggle to find a sense of belonging. If students rely on administrators to regulate their social behavior and thinking pattern, they are not facing the challenge of finding an identity within a larger and complex community.

Moreover, the tendency for universities to monitor and shape student behavior runs up against another characteristic of young adults: the response to being controlled by their elders. If acceptable social behavior is too strictly defined（规定）and controlled, the insensitive or aggressive behavior that administrators are seeking to minimize may actually be encouraged.

It is not surprising that young people are likely to burst out, particularly when there are reasons to do so. Our generation once joined hands and stood firm at times of national emergency. What is lacking today is the conflict between adolescents' desire for autonomy and their understanding of an unsafe world. Therefore, there is the desire for their dorms to be replacement homes and not places to experience intellectual growth.

Every college discussion about community values, social climate and behavior should include recognition of the developmental importance of student autonomy and self-regulation, of the necessary tension between safety and self-discovery.

22. D　本题考查动词的词义辨析。题干的意思是：工人们把玻璃制品 _____ 好并在每个箱子上做了“此面朝上”的标记。carry作动词有“携带；运送；支撑；传送；意味”之意。deliver有“递送；陈述；释放；发表（演说等）；交付；引渡；瞄准；给予（打击）”之意。press作及物动词表示“压；压榨；紧抱；逼迫”。pack作动词表示“包装；捆扎；塞满；压紧；挑选”。题干后面提到在每个箱子上做标记，很显然，前面应该是在包装玻璃制品，所以选D。工人们把玻璃制品包装好并在每个箱子上做了“此面朝上”的标记。


23. B　本题考查不定代词的用法。句意是：我会把假期的一半时间用在学习英语上，另一半用来学画画。A选项表示泛指，一般是三者或三者以上的指代关系，而此处是两者的分类，所以A不对。others=other+名词，没有other's这个用法，所以C也不对。B表示特指，即从整体中减去一部分后剩余的全部，也就是说除了学英语就是画画，所以选B。D也是泛指，即从整体中减去一部分后剩余的，但不一定是剩余的全部。也就是说整个假期除了学英语、画画之外还有别的计划，但是题干中没有说明，所以不能选D。我会把假期的一半时间用在学习英语上，另一半用来学画画。


24. A　本题考查定语从句。题干的意思是：杰克小时候就读于一所乡村小学，这个小学是以他祖父的名字来命名的。此处要填的是从句的连接词，由句意可知空格后面的部分是用来修饰school的，由于主句与从句用逗号隔开，所以这是一个定语从句，且从句中缺少主语，故只能填关系代词，由此排除B、C。通常情况下，当that引导定语从句时，前面不用逗号隔开，且that不能引导非限定性定语从句，所以选A。杰克小时候就读于一所乡村小学，这个小学是以他祖父的名字来命名的。


25. C　本题考查复合句中的连接词。空格前面的意思是：Mary在做咖啡；空格后面的意思是：她的客人们快要享用完美餐。要根据二者间的逻辑关系来选择连接词。so that意为“以便于…”，引导目的状语从句，不符合前后逻辑关系，所以A不对。although意为“尽管…；虽然…，但是…”，引导让步状语从句，也不符合题干的逻辑关系，故排除B。as if意为“仿佛，好像”，与题干意思不符，故排除D。while可以引导并列句，表示转折的逻辑关系；也可以引导时间状语从句，表示“当…的时候”符合句意。当客人们快要享用完美餐的时候，玛丽在做咖啡。


26. A　本题考查形容词的原级。句式结构为：...as+adj原级+as...，表示“和…一样”。在否定句中，第一个as可以改成so。此处的seldom是一个否定词，所以可以用“...（not）...+so+adj原级+as...”的用法。所以选A。我很少看见母亲因为我的进步像现在一样高兴。


27. C　本题考查非谓语动词作后置定语的用法。句意为：Mrs. White向学生展示一些从图书馆借来的旧地图。空格部分修饰的是maps，故空格中要填的就是maps的后置定语。根据句意可知，map和borrow具有逻辑上的被动关系。所以先排除表示主动的A、D两项。之后再比较B、C两项。B是不定式的一般体，表示将来的时间，而C是过去分词表被动，并且是过去的时间。Mrs. White借地图是过去发生的事情，所以排除B，选C。怀特夫人向学生展示一些从图书馆借来的旧地图
 。

32. C　本题考查动词的时态以及语态。句意是：澳大利亚黄金（金矿）的发现让成千上万的人相信（他们）将会发财。make fortune意为“发财”。再来确定时态：led是lead的过去式，表示“领导，引导，致使”的意思；that后面是一个宾语从句，宾语从句的主句用了过去时态，则从句也必须用过去的某一个时态。所以先排除A。D选项是过去完成时，表示过去的过去，从句意上来看不符合，所以也排除。B、C都是过去将来时态，但是B是主动语态，C是被动语态。fortune与make之间肯定是被动语态，所以排除B，选C。澳大利亚黄金（金矿）的发现让成千上万的人相信（他们）将会发财。


33. D　本题考查宾语从句。句意是：我们还没有讨论我们的新家具该放在什么地方。乍一看，本题似乎是考查定语从句，但事实上，题目考查的是宾语从句。全句的主语是we，谓语是discuss，宾语是“在什么地方放置我们的新家具”。宾语从句中，主语是we，谓语are going to place，宾语是our new furniture，句子成分完整，所以不能填连接代词，故排除A、B、C三项，选D，where作连接副词在宾语从句中作地点状语。我们还没有讨论我们的新家具该放在什么地方
 。

51. A　快速读完最后一段，可以推测这件事使作者对婚姻有了新的认识，整段话就是在讲作者的体会，故空格处应填入一个有“认识到”之意的词。A项意为“认识到”；B项意为“建议”；C项意为“希望”；D项意为“证实，证明”。故应选A。

52. C　此处意为：真爱就是_____所有的一切。分析选项，A项意为“同意；一致；协定，协议”；B项意为“表达；表情”；C项意为“接受；承诺；容忍；赞同；相信”；D项意为“表现，显示；展会；展品”，可知应选C：真爱就是接受所有的一切。

53. A　此处意为：最幸福的人不_____拥有一切美好的事物。A项意为“必须地”；B项意为“完全地”；C项意为“自然而然地”；D项意为“频繁地”。既然前面作者认为真爱是接受一切（无论好坏），那么此处应该是说“最幸福的人并不是必须拥有一切美好的事物”，所以A项最合适。

54. B　本题考查固定短语的搭配问题。句意为：他们只是_____他们所拥有的一切。make the best of = make good use of，意为“充分利用…”，故B项正确。其他三项均不能与the best of构成搭配。

55. D　前面已经说过，本段是作者听了老人的故事后所发表的人生感悟。A项意为“冒险，冒险经历”；B项意为“美丽，美丽的事物”；C项意为“信任”；D项意为“生命，生活”。故D项正确。句意为：生活并不是关于如何在暴风雨中生存，而是如何在雨中起舞。

56. B　细节题。本题容易误选C。看到题目，大家都会定位在第二个表格，表格前两栏分别给出了成人和孩子的票价。而题目中问的是一个包括两个成人和两个孩子的家庭共需要多少钱，很多考生就想：两个大人4.90美元×2=9.80美元，两个孩子2.20×2=4.40美元，于是想当然地选了C。这些考生都漏掉了收费表中的第三项：对于一个含两个大人以及小于等于三个小孩的家庭，只需收费12美元。题干中的家庭正好符合此条件，故选B。

57. C　细节题。题目问“离莎翁故居最近的停车场在什么地方”，定位在第二个图表右侧内容的第一点：The Birthplace is within easy walking distance of all the car parks shown on the map；nearest is Windsor Street（3 minutes' Walk），故选C。

58. A　细节题。根据题干定位到第二个图表右侧内容的第二点：The House may present difficulties but the Visitors' Centre，its exhibition，and the garden are accessible to wheelchair users，即（进入）房子对于轮椅使用者来说是有困难的，但是他们进入参观中心、展览室以及花园都没有问题，故选A。

59. B　主旨题。文章第一段就描述了EDGEWOOD的一个咖啡店。这个由有特殊学习要求的学生经营的咖啡店是一个实验。A项“一种畅销咖啡”显然不符合题意；C项“政府支持学校”文章没有提及；D项“一种新的师生关系形式”也不符合题意。B项“一个特殊的教育项目”对应文中的with special learning needs。故选B。

60. C　推断题。题目问引入Dixie PIT项目的目的。文章前四段都在描述咖啡店的经营状况。五、六两段介绍了该项目及其目的。根据第六段第一句“They learn not only how to run a coffee shop but also how to deal with their affairs.”（他们不但可以学习如何经营咖啡店，还能学会处理一些事物性工作）可知，学生们可以从中学习一些实用的技巧，与C项符合。A项“为学校事务募捐钱”，文章没有提及；B项“做一些营养研究”属无关选项；D项“为老师提供饮料”也属无关选项。故本题选C

61. C　细节题。根据人名定位到文章的第四段。从该段末尾的hang up（挂断电话）可知，Christy McKinley是从电话中得知Ms. Schatzman 对这种茶的评价的，故选C。

62. B　细节题。根据人名Ginger Gray定位在文章倒数第三段。该段提到，Ginger Gray确保所有的饮料都使用低脂牛奶，并且符合营养指导标准。B项“使所有的饮料符合健康标准”与文意相符，故选B。其他三项都不符合题意。

埃奇伍德——在迪克西海茨高中，每天早上，顾客们不断涌入一家特殊的咖啡店，尝试一种全新的体验。这是该区第一家几乎完全由接受特殊教育的学生负责运营的咖啡店。

上课前，学生和教师去咖啡店点单：拿铁、卡布奇诺和热巧克力。第一次课间休息时，老师便拨打办公室电话点单，由学生负责送货。

咖啡店营业到上午9点20分，一般可以卖出90份饮品。

“不管茶是谁泡的，沙茨曼老师都说味道很好。”最近，二年级学生克里斯蒂·麦金利挂断沙茨曼老师的电话后这样说道。

这家咖啡店被称作迪克西PIT项目，PIT是“能力过渡”的首字母缩写。虽然店里有些学生并不是残疾人，但残疾人占大多数。PIT项目帮助他们为高中毕业后的生活做准备。

他们不仅学习如何经营咖啡店，还要学习如何处理自己的事务。他们记考勤、拿工资，并且工资都记在支票登记簿上。

从事特殊教育的教师金·希瓦利埃和苏·凯西，效仿格鲁吉亚州肯尼索山高中的做法后推出了这个PIT项目。

推行这一项目并不容易。希瓦利埃要解决的第一个问题是产品方面的：学校可以卖咖啡吗？含糖量是多少？

肯顿县食品服务中心主任金杰·格雷帮了大忙。她确保咖啡店里所有使用脱脂奶的饮料都符合营养要求。

全体师生都提供了帮助。

早上老师们腾出休息室，为咖啡店提供场地；学艺术的学生将店名粉刷在墙上；学商科的学生设计了薪酬体系；而篮球队则为咖啡店购买了杯子。

63. D　主旨题。主旨题一般应放在最后、在通读完文章之后再解答。文章第一段说麝雉在会飞之前先会游泳。第二段描述了麝雉的外表。第三段描述了麝雉的成长过程。第四段介绍了麝雉在不同季节的生活习性。由各段大意可知，D项“麝雉的外貌以及生活习性”是文章的主旨，故选D。A项“雨季及旱季的麝雉”；B项“麝雉的亲戚及敌人”；C项“亚马逊的麝雉及原始鸟类”都只是麝雉生活习性的一个方面。

64. B　细节题。题目问“小麝雉和父母不同的地方在于_____”。第一段第一句描述了麝雉的外貌：吃得多、会飞之前会游泳是小麝雉和父母相同的地方，只是麝雉小的时候翅膀上有爪子。由此可知，本题应选B。A项“他们看起来像布谷鸟”；C表示“他们吃得像牛一样多；D项“他们生活在河岸”，均不是小麝雉和父母的不同之处。

65. A　细节题。根据题干信息primitive birds定位在倒数第二段的第二句。该句提到，它们能在矮树丛中爬行，看上去就像原始鸟类也会做的那样”，由此可以推断出原始鸟类是用爪子在矮树丛中爬行的，故选A。

66. D　细节题。根据题干信息定位到末段末句。该句提到，但是在四月份，当雨季到来的时候，它们会为了producing purposes而组成更小的生活群体（2-7个不等）。producing purposes意思是“繁衍后代的目的”，所以答案选D。

在亚马孙河和奥里诺科河河岸生活着一种鸟，它在会飞以前就会游泳。它飞起来像一只肥鸡，吃绿叶，有像牛一样健壮的胃，幼鸟的翅膀上还有爪子。为了保护幼鸟的安全，它们会把巢穴筑在离河面4.6米高的地方。这种鸟就是麝雉。

雌麝雉和雄麝雉的外形很相似，背部都是棕色的，腹部则是乳白色和红色相间。麝雉的头很小，头顶有一大簇鬃毛。它的眼睛是鲜红色的，头上的皮肤是蓝色的。它的近亲是普通鸟类布谷鸟。但麝雉最鲜明的特征只有在幼鸟身上才能看见。

幼鸟的两只前翅和翅尖上都有爪子，依靠这四只爪子，再加上鸟喙，麝雉能在灌木丛中爬行，这一点很像原始鸟类。幼鸟会飞之后，爪子就会消失。

每年12月至次年的3月是旱季，这段时间，20-30只麝雉会结伴飞行，穿越森林。而到了4月，雨季开始后，为了便于繁殖，它们会小规模地聚居在一起，通常是2-7只麝雉一起生活。


D


67. A　主旨题。文章第一段说明了宠物的陪伴给主人带来的好处，之后的段落分别对第一段提出的好处进行论证。A项“宠物为主人带来了什么”；B项“宠物是如何帮助人们镇定下来的”；C项“人们对于养宠物的看法”；D项“宠物在医学研究中的价值”。B和D以偏概全，应排除。文章未提到人们对于养宠物的看法，故B也不对。本题应选A，主要讲了养宠物能给人们带来什么。

68. A　推断题。题目问：根据这篇文章，如果_____，患有心脏病的人身体变好的机会更大？”文章全篇都在讲宠物给人们带来了什么。第二段提及的心算是为了测算在不同的人或宠物的陪伴下人们所感受到的压力的大小，所以排除B、C两项。D项文中没有提及。所以本题选A（有宠物陪伴）。

69. C　细节题。在第二段最后一句，研究人员Allen发表了自己的看法。他认为，可能是因为宠物不会评判人，所以有宠物陪伴的时候，人们会觉得比较放松。这与C项“他们不会那么紧张”属于同义转换，故本题选C。A项“他们有更低的血压”；B项“他们会变得更有耐心”；D项“他们精神很亢奋”，均不符合题意。

70. A　根据题干定位到最后一段。该段末句提到，虽然与不养狗的人相比，养狗的人并未减少更多的体重，但是他们会做更多的运动——多数是与他们的狗狗一起。由此可以排除B，选A。文章并未关注狗是否比人更喜欢运动，故排除C；D项文章没有提及，也排除。

科学无法解释宠物的力量，但许多研究表明，养宠物可以降低血压、提高心脏病康复率、减少孤独感，并且让人获得全方位的幸福感。

任何养宠物的人都会告诉你，宠物给他们带来了许多乐趣。对一些人而言，与动物为伴，甚至比和配偶在一起更舒服。2002年，纽约州立大学的卡伦·艾伦进行了一项研究，让测试者在5分钟内做心算或者把手放在冰水里，以测试他们的压力水平和血压之间的关系。其中有一半受测者饲养宠物。一些受测者独立完成测试，一些受测者在配偶或好友的陪伴下完成测试，还有一些在宠物的陪伴下完成测试。有宠物相伴的测试者成绩最好。他们的血压变化最小，心率恢复得也最快。另外，有宠物相伴的受测者心算的出错率也比其他人低。艾伦说，有宠物陪伴的人似乎感觉更加放松，她认为这也许是因为宠物不会对人进行评判。

去年秋天的一份报告显示，养一只宠物狗，不仅能提升情绪，还能改变饮食习惯。西北纪念医院的研究人员历时一年，研究了参加“节食与运动”计划的36名肥胖者和他们同样肥胖的宠物狗；而参加节食计划的另一个组则是56名没有养宠物的人。受测者平均每人减掉11磅或减掉体重的5%。而宠物狗的减肥效果比主人们要好，平均每只狗减掉12磅，超过了它们体重的15%。研究人员称，虽然与未养宠物狗的受测者相比，养狗的受测者并没有减掉更多重量，但是他们在宠物狗的陪伴下，运动的总时间更长，而他们认为这些运动是非常值得的。

71. D　词汇题。从第二段第二句的...had brought along a dozen magazines to read and reread可知，作者带了很多杂志反复阅读，由此可以推测火车上的长途旅行是枯燥乏味的。A项意为“冒险的”；B项意为“愉快的”；C项意为“激动人心的”；D项意为“枯燥无味的”。故选D。

72. A　细节题。题目问“作者对火车旅途的最愉快的记忆是什么？”文章第一段后半部分提到：“通常情况下，整个家庭会站在外面挥手、微笑，好像火车上都是他们最喜欢的亲人一样。他们就是马来群岛的淳朴村民们。我为之感动。”由此可知，作者最愉快的记忆是那些友好的村民，这与A项“友好的村民”相符，故本题选A。B项“沿途的山峰”、C项“街道上拥挤的人群”、D项“火车上提供的简单午餐”都不是最令作者愉快的记忆。

73. B　词汇题。根据题干定位到第二段第二句：I did not particularly relish the long train journey and had brought along a dozen magazines to read and reread. 第一个and前后应该是因果关系，买了一堆杂志反复翻阅的原因肯定是不喜欢在火车上的漫长旅途。故这里的relish应该是“喜欢，享受”的意思。分析选项可知B项正确。A项意为“选择，选定”、C项意为“为…而准备”、D项意为“继续开展；坚持；举止失常”，均不符合句意。

74. C　细节题。题目问“作者要去什么地方？”第三段第一句提到，不久火车就穿过了the Causeway，由此排除B。根据该段第二句Johore Baru was just another city like Singapore可排除A、D两项。正确答案在第五段第三句：Soon the train pulled up at Butterworth，这里pull up是“停下”的意思，即作者的目的地是Butterworth，故选C。

75. D　推断题。文章描述了作者坐火车去马来群岛的旅途。起初，他觉得很无聊，买了很多杂志反复翻阅，后来村民们的微笑让他觉得很舒服，并开始享受这次旅行。由此可知答案选D（微笑使人心情愉快）。A项“坐火车旅行是很舒服的”与文意相反；B项“居住在乡村的快乐”、C项“阅读让人兴奋”文中均未提及。

整条路上都能看到微笑的孩子。显然他们知道火车经过家门口的准确时间。火车一来，他们就站在铁轨旁，向毫不相识的陌生人挥手，让这些奔向槟城的人情绪为之一振。通常他们全家都会站在家门口，向火车里的人挥手致意，脸上还带着微笑，好像车上的人都是他们心爱的亲戚一般。这就是马来西亚淳朴的村民们。我被他们感动了。

本文审题难度较小，不过需要注意的是，是否一定要按照题目给出的顺序来写作。一般来说，邀请别人做评委，时间显然是最重要的，所以应该先写明时间。另外，是否应给出地点也值得商榷。根据生活经验，如果邀请别人做评委，一般会在当天派人接待，所以比赛地点可以选择不写。因此，这篇文章的写作本身不难，难的是怎样才能合理组织题目信息。

 。

8. A　本题考查动词词组辨析。put away意为“放好，收起来”；put up意为“举起；搭建；张贴，挂起”；put on意为“穿上，戴上”；put together意为“组装，装配；把…凑起来”。根据句意“妈妈打开抽屉把刀子和勺子收起来”可知应选A。妈妈打开抽屉把刀子和勺子收起来
 。

9. B　本题考查定语从句的用法。句意为“Barbara很容易辨认出来，因为她是唯一一个穿晚礼服的女性”。the only one是先行词，在定语从句中作主语，所以谓语用第三人称单数形式；由句意可知时态为一般现在时，故本题应选B。现在完成时表示动作发生在过去并一直持续到现在，或表示过去发生的动作对现在产生了影响，这两种用法均不满足句意。芭芭拉很容易辨认出来，因为她是唯一一个穿晚礼服的女性
 。

10. D　本题考查名词性从句。前者问“你读完这本书了吗？”，后者回答说“还没有，我读到孩子们找到神秘洞穴那部分了”。根据句意可知，此名词性从句中缺少状语，故应选where。——你读完这本书了吗？——还没有，我读到孩子们找到神秘洞穴那部分了
 。

11. C　本题考查省略结构和非谓语动词。句意为“尽管看到我们很意外，教授还是热烈欢迎了我们”。分句部分补充完整为：Though he was surprised，分句主语与主句主语一致，且形容人的心理状态时要用过去分词，所以应选C。尽管看到我们很意外，教授还是热烈欢迎了我们
 。

12. B　本题考查代词的用法。句意为“两方都不准备和对方说话，除非我们能够解决他们之间的问题”。题干中的neither表明这里涉及两者，表示两者中的另一个用the other，故本题选B。两方都不准备和对方说话，除非我们能够解决他们之间的问题
 。

13. D　本题考查副词词义辨析。partly意为“部分地”；merely意为“仅仅”；nearly意为“几乎”；equally意为“相同地，同样地”。句意为“在春天和秋天这个岛屿都很有吸引力，因为这两个季节天气都很好”。根据句意可知应选D。在春天和秋天这个岛屿都很有吸引力，因为这两个季节天气都很好
 。

14. D　本题考查代词it的用法。空格所在分句是think引导的宾语从句，it为宾语从句的形式主语，真正主语是不定式to have a holiday。医生认为度假会对你的健康有好处
 。

15. C　本题考查宾语从句和被动语态。句意为“Linda确保在客人到达之前摆放好桌子”。make sure后接宾语从句，宾语从句中的table应该是被摆放，故应用被动语态。再根据句意可知应使用一般现在时，故本题应选C。琳达确保在客人到达之前摆放好桌子
 。

16. B　本题考查定语从句。句意为“我拒绝接受由于别人的过错而带来的责备”。从句的先行词是something，在从句中作主语，故应使用关系代词。由于先行词是不定代词something，故关系代词只能用that。我拒绝接受由于别人的过错而带来的责备
 。

17. A　本题考查情态动词的用法。句意为“恐怕Harding先生不能见你。他很忙”。can't表示完全否定，意为“不可能”；mustn't表示命令，意为“不允许”；shouldn't意为“不应该”；needn't意为“不需要”，根据句意应选A。恐怕哈丁先生不能见你。他很忙
 。

18. B　本题考查情景交际。前者问“我能帮助您吗？您今天要找某些东西吗？”后者在做了回答后，又解释说“我们只是随意看看”。从这句解释可以推测，后者并不是要找某一东西，故应选择否定回答。B项意为“不，谢谢”，D项意为“不，你不需要”，根据句意可知应选B。——我能帮助您吗？您今天要找某些东西吗？——不，谢谢。我们只是随意看看
 。

19. A　本题考查时态。句意为“抱歉，我刚才没有意识到挡了您的路”。结合题干的时态和句意可知应选用一般过去时表示过去，故选A。抱歉，我刚才没有意识到挡了您的路
 。

20. B　本题考查比较级的用法。句意为“Black先生很开心，因为他们工厂生产的衣服受到了前所未有的欢迎”。从题干中的never可知，这是在拿现在的受欢迎程度和以前的受欢迎程度做对比，因此应用形容词比较级。布莱克先生很开心，因为他们工厂生产的衣服受到前所未有的欢迎
 。

第三节　完形填空


【综述】

21. D　空格前的and连接并列结构，前文中说信可以被欣赏和阅读，选项中只有reread（重读）能和前文两个词构成并列关系。

22. C　从文中作者所讲述的故事可知，作者认为写信能维持亲友之前的感情，再结合选项，可知此处最适合填friendship。

23. A　作者在第一段表明了自己对写信的看法，后文中作者讲了一个故事，所以应该是举例说明自己的看法。观察选项可知应选A。

24. C　分析选项，get through意为“通过”；get together意为“积累”；get along意为“相处”；get away意为“逃脱”。空格所在句的意思是：几年前，我和哥哥相处得不太好。根据句意可知应选C。

25. B　空格后有转折词but，but后出现了grown（长大），那么与之有相反关系的应该就是“小时候”，观察选项，只有B符合。

26. C　前文中说“我”与哥哥长大后相处得不太好，这里紧接着就在描述我们相处时的情形，显然这种相处是不愉快的。因为前面已经有了not，所以应填入pleasant。

27. A　这部分的意思可以概括如下：“我”和哥哥相处得不愉快，谈话时经常会有辩论和争吵，而所有弥补裂痕的努力只是_____了彼此的误解。分析选项，deepen意为“加深”；start意为“开始”；express意为“表达”；settle意为“解决”，其中只有deepen能与misunderstanding连用，故选A。

28. D　先分析选项，toured意为“旅行”；stopped over意为“短暂停留”；reached意为“到达”；moved to意为“搬到”。根据后文内容可知，哥哥是搬到了一座小岛居住，所以应该选D。

29. A　文章最后一段说，“我”与哥哥通过写信get back in touch（恢复联系），由此可知此处是说他们失去了联系，故选A。

30. B　哥哥给“我”写信，描述了他所居住的小岛，最后肯定是希望我能回信，所以本题选B。

31. C　此句意为：读了哥哥的信，“我”对他的幽默和巧妙的用词感到_____。四个选项中，driven意为“被驱使的”；beaten作形容词时意为“筋疲力尽的”；surprised意为“惊讶的”；honored意为“受尊敬的”。结合句意，可知只能选C。

32. D　结合前后文，可以推测出这句话的意思是：我曾经因为哥哥拥有这样的品质而尊敬他，但是后来我以为他不再具备这些品质了。观察选项，应选once（曾经），强调前后变化。

33. C　根据上一题的分析，可知是我以为哥哥失去了那些品质，thought最恰当。其他三项，realized意为“意识到”；judged意为“判断”；expected意为“期待”，均不符合文意。

34. A　前文都在说哥哥的信写得好（well），没有提到写得快（soon）、写得多（much）或写得勤（often），故应选well。

35. D　本题应考虑前后文的对应关系。前文说“我”和哥哥小时候关系融洽，虽然中间有一段时间相处不太融洽，但是现在通过写信交流恢复了以前融洽的关系。也就是说，通过那封信，我们又变成了朋友。故应选D。

36. D　根据前文可知，搬家的是哥哥，给“我”写信的也是哥哥，所以此处应选择my brother。

37. C　本句意为：如果哥哥不是搬到了一个没有_____的地方，他也绝对不会想到给我写信。文章倒数第二句话说，人们常常会忘记他们不是必须通过电话或电子邮件交流。换言之，因为哥哥住的地方没有电话或电子邮件服务，所以他才会给“我”写信。结合选项可知应选C。

38. B　根据常识和上下文，可知我们现在生活的时代通讯非常便捷，故应选B。easy communication意为“便捷的通讯”。

39. D　这句话的意思是：正因为我们现在生活在一个通讯非常便捷的时代，所以人们常常忘记他们并不是必须用电话或电子邮件交流。故本题应选D。

40. B　电话、电子邮件以及本文一直在讲的写信，都是一种交流方式，人们可以选择自己喜欢的方式进行交流。所以本题应选用choice。其他三项均不符合文意。

一个人如果会写私人书信，那么他就掌握了一种非常强有力的武器。一封信可以被欣赏并一读再读。信件能让分隔两地的人进行温暖的交流；信件也能让我们用最小的努力来保持友谊。

41. B　细节题。根据“文题顺序基本一致”的原则，本题基本可定位至第一段。题干定位词为someone was ill，据此很容易在第一段找到对应表达whoever was sick，这句话后面的just be with them即是答案信息。观察选项可知，B项“陪在他们身边”是正确答案。

42. B　推理题。根据题干可直接定位到第二段。这一段讲了关于Brownie的一件小事。倒数第二句以Brownie为主语，与题干一致。从这句话中的went and hide以及后面的tear in her eyes可以看出，做错事的Brownie感到很难过。故应选B。

43. C　推理题。本题问作者为什么说Brownie不仅仅是宠物。题干与第三段第一句话对应，故应在第三段寻找答案。本段开头几句说大家都很喜欢抚摸Brownie，这说明大家都很喜欢她，这与C项“见过她的人都很喜欢她”相符，故本题应选C。A、D两项干扰性较强，其实这两项都是“Brownie不仅是宠物”的表现而非原因，故排除。

44. A　细节题。根据题干定位词frightened“受惊吓”，可定位到第三段倒数第二句话。这句话的主语是代词this，因此要向前寻找this指代的内容。从前一句可知，this指代的是Brownie的微笑，故本题选A。

45. D　推理题。通读整篇文章，可知全文弥漫着作者对Brownie的喜爱之情。再结合以上几道题考查的Brownie的相关信息，只有D项caring最能概括Brownie的特质。其他三项，shy“害羞的”、polite“礼貌的”、brave“勇敢的”在原文中的体现均不明显。

46. B　细节题。本题的选项是四个地点，故一个简单的做法是先在原文当中将地点找出，再一一确认该地点是否符合题意。A项的Mexico出现在第二段末尾的书名中，可直接排除。B、C、D三项都对应到第三段（其中C项指文中的London）。第三段最后一句说Jarolim被对美国西南部的描写所吸引，于是moved there（搬到那里居住），故答案为B。

47. B　细节题。本题需要通读全文，一一核对选项是否正确。A项文中未提及。B项中的checking和facts与文章第五段首句的fact-checking形成对应关系，故正确。C项文中未提及。文中说Jarolim通过了“Frommer's旅游指南”的考试，但并没有提及该考试是否困难，故排除D。

48. A　细节题。本题宜用排除法，步骤如下：A项认为Jarolim工作成功，与原文意思不冲突，因为原文提到她是旅游作家及美食评论家，故先保留；B项关键词stresses出处为第一段的中文注释“压力”，很明显与原文不符，排除；C项所说内容出现在第四段首句，但原文为one-third而选项为half of her time，排除；D项关键词museums出处为文章最后一句话，对应后发现选项显然与原文不符，排除；由此确定答案为A选项。

49. D　主旨题。本题宜用排除法，即“从题干倒推”的方式：A项关键词是adventures，观察各段首句，可知本文并未提及冒险一事，adventurous是最后一段出现的单词，属于文章细节，可直接排除；B项关键词food critic出自第二段，也是文章的细节，不能作为主旨，排除；C项关键词是travel guides，从每段首句可知本文重在写Jarolim，travel guides只是她所从事的职业，故该项亦排除；D项比较全面，符合文章对Jarolim作为游记作家和美食评论家的生活的描述，故本题选D。

50. B　主旨题。主旨题通常需要通读全文才能解答。从文章第二、三、四段的首句可以确定本文是在讨论滑雪这项运动及相关事项，故应选B。A、C、D三项均为文章细节，排除。

51. D　细节题。根据题干中的地名Europe回原文定位，第二段中间和末尾都出现了Europe。再观察选项，发现D项中的services and equipment与第二段末句中的equipment and services是同义转换，由此可以轻松选出答案。

52. C　词汇题。直接从原文划线部分的前后文中寻找答案。从industry一词得知划线部分指的应该是某种行业，只有C项符合这一条件。

53. C　细节题。根据题干中的problem可以首先定位到最后一段首句：The problem is making money.，由此可知本题答案应该与钱有关，故初步选择唯一一个和钱有关系的选项C“与其他滑雪场之间的价格战”。继续读最后一段，发现倒数第二句提到，在中国，常常是一个好点子出来，许多人都会跟风，市场上就会打起价格战。可见是滑雪场之间的价格战使经营变得困难，由此确定本题选C。

在中国首都北京，数千人将前往滑雪场庆祝农历新年。北京天气干燥，很少下雪。但是你不用担心。在这么低的温度下，造雪机“下”的雪就足以让首都北边的山上白雪皑皑了。喜欢追求生活乐趣的中产阶级队伍不断壮大，成为引领这股滑雪新热潮的主要人群。

54. A　细节题。根据题干，定位到第一个小标题下的内容。一般情况下，广告都会先介绍产品特色。第一段的第一句话就与A项“你可以在树屋里睡觉”意思相同，从而确定A项正确。再看其他选项：B项文中未提及；C项的big families和D项的walkway虽然有所提及，但选项说法与原文不符，故均排除。

55. A　细节题。题干问，如果两个人在其中一个宾馆住一晚，最少需要付多少钱。要回答本题需要知道三种宾馆的收费标准，故应回到原文直接找收费出处。不难看出，Propeller Island的收费是最低的：一个人91美元，再住一个人的话，只需另付20美元就行了。即$91+$21=$111，故答案为A。

56. D　推理题。题干问，如果想知道是否有“位于海底的宾馆”，应该登录哪个网址。通读文章可知，文中列出的三个旅馆均不具备“在海底”这一特征，而文章最后又留了一个网址，并且说通过该网址，可以了解到更多炫酷的宾馆，由此推测，该网址可能会有关于“位于海底的宾馆”的信息，故选D。

57. C　细节题。根据题干中的定位词artists在原文寻找出处，可直接定位到第二个小标题下第一段的第二句。这句话说，每年宾馆都会邀请世界著名的艺术家，用冰设计和制作艺术品。由此可知应选C。

60. A　细节题。根据题干定位到最后一段。建议通常会在文末给出，从而对应到最后一句话。作者说，我们应该学着精挑细选，学会正确使用我们的词汇。显然A项正确，其他三项文章都未提及。

本文难度不大，不过在写作之前需要考虑清楚文章信息的组合问题。题目按编号列出了几个内容要点，不过在写作时可以打乱顺序，重新组合。比如，考生可以首先说明授课对象，然后再说明工作量中的第一点和教授课程。这样，文章看上去更加紧凑，信息排列也更加合理。所以，本文提醒考生，写作之前认真审题以及寻找题目之间的逻辑关系是写出好作文的关键之一。

第二部分　英语知识运用

第一节　单项填空

21. A　本题考查非谓语动词的用法。分析句子结构可知，逗号前是典型的非谓语动词作状语，故排除B。题干中的状语不表示目的和意外结果，由此可排除C（不定式）。接下来考虑分词作状语。由于分词动作read和逗号后的句子主语I是主动关系，所以要用现在分词，故选A。看着同学们的脸庞，我在他们眼中读到同样的兴奋
 。

22. A　本题考查时态和语态。首先判断“r音被省略掉”是被动关系，因此要用drop的被动式，由此排除B和D。这句话叙述的是一个客观事实，要用一般现在时，由此排除C。故本题选A。在美国一些地区的英语口语中，一些单词末尾的r音被省略
 。

23. B　本题考查情态动词的用法和情景交际。前者说，早上好，我和人事部的史密斯小姐有约。后者打过招呼后，指出了来人的身份。既然是事先有约，后者对来人的身份应该是很有把握的。所给的情态动词中，might和can用在肯定句中，表示一种推测；would表示推测，也意为“可能”，语气弱于might和can；must表示推测，意为“一定”，符合句意，故本题选B。——早上好，我和人事部的史密斯小姐有约。——噢，早上好。你一定是彼得斯夫人
 。

24. D　本题考查时态。本题需要根据语境判断。前者说“我还没吃完晚饭”，后者则强调朋友们等待的动作正在进行，因此应该是现在进行时，故选D。——我还没有吃完晚饭。——但是我们的朋友在等着我们
 。

25. A　本题考查非谓语动词的用法。空格位于名词position后，且空格后的内容都是对position的解释说明，因此本题是要考查非谓语动词作定语的用法。由于position是被做广告，所以两者之间是被动关系，由此排除C、D两项。又由于“登广告”的动作已经完成，所以要用过去式。故选A。我打电话来询问昨天在《中国日报》上登出的广告职位的相关事宜
 。

26. D　本题考查时态。前者说“对不起，我没有完全跟上你，你刚才说你想9月20号回来是吗？”后者回答说“对不起，我没说清楚，我们想10月20号返回”。根据句意，“说清楚”这一动作发生在过去，由此排除B、C两项。现在完成时表示动作发生在过去，并对现在产生影响。正是因为“没说清楚”，所以才会有产生误解这一后果，由此可知本题选D。——对不起，我没有完全跟上你，你刚才说你想9月20号回来是吗？——对不起，我没说清楚，我们想10月20号返回
 。

27. B　本题考查定语从句。children后面有两个定语从句对其进行解释说明。定语从句的先行词是children，在第二个定语从句中作diet的定语，因此要用关系代词whose。不爱运动的孩子或者食物中有过多脂肪的孩子会很快发胖
 。

28. A　本题考查时态。题干中有一般过去时“I was fully appreciate”（我完全理解），这一动作发生在“他们为我做事情”之后，因此“他们为我做事情”应该用过去完成时，表示过去的过去。故选A。很长时间之后我才完全理解他们为我所做的事情
 。

29. C　本题考查介词的用法。in表示“在…之内”；at后可以接时间表示“几点”，也可以接地点，表示“在某地”；for表示目的或对象，意为“为了…”；to表示“相对，针对”。根据句意和选项可知应选C。不要摘花园中的花儿好吗？它们是给大家欣赏的
 。

30. D　本题考查连词的用法。as作连词意为“当…时候”，while作连词意为“当…时候”；until作连词意为“直到…才…”；once作连词意为“一旦”，根据句意应选D。一旦学生们决定了要就读哪所大学，就应该了解其入学手续
 。

31. C　本题考查介宾从句。空格前是介词for，空格内填入的应该是所给从句中系动词am的表语，根据句意可知应选what。我希望由于我的内在而被大家喜欢
 。

32. B　本题考查从句。由于空格位于系动词was后，故所考查从句为表语从句。由于题干中的表语从句不缺少成分，故应选不充当句子成分的连接词that。狄更斯喜欢他自己的小说《大卫·科波菲尔》的部分原因是小说以他自己的生活为原型
 。

33. B　本题考查从句。由于空格位于句首，故本题考查主语从句。主语部分是“____some people regard as a drawback”，其中regard sth. as sth.意为“认为…是…”，空格内应填入的内容作regard的宾语，故应选B。一些人认为是缺点的东西在其他人看来却是优点
 。

34. D　本题考查的好像是时态，但实际上考查的是虚拟语气的固定搭配。前者说“天气又热又干燥”，后者说“是的，哪怕下一滴雨现在都会好一些，我的蔬菜也不会死掉。”根据句意可知，“蔬菜死掉”这件事发生在过去，所以这里是对过去情况的虚拟。与过去事实相反的虚拟语气的结构是“ If +主语+had done+其他，主语+would/should/could/might + have done”，故应选D。——天气又热又干燥。——是的，哪怕下一滴雨现在都会好一些，我的蔬菜也不会死掉
 。

35. C　本题考查冠词的用法。两个空格都位于数词前。数词前加定冠词表示“第几”，例如the first意为“第一”；数词前加不定冠词表示“又…再…”，具有another的意思，但比another更具体，例如a first意为“又一个”。题干中a second chance表示“又一次机会，再一个机会”，a first impression表示“又一个第一印象”。故应选C。第一印象是最持久的；毕竟，你不会有机会再留一个第一印象
 。

第二节　完形填空


【综述】


本文作者以第一人称叙述了我因奈德尔夫人的激励而启发了潜能，从对舞台设计一无所知到精通，再到决定将其作为一生的事业的故事，体现了师长对学生的关怀和帮助对其人生产生的深远影响。

36. B　本题考查逻辑关系。文章首句介绍了背景：我九年级参加了一个舞台设计小组，主管之一是Mrs. Neidl。首段第三句大体介绍了这个人：逗号前说她声音不好听，讲话直接，这些显然是负面的评价，而逗号后出现了encouraging（鼓励的）和inspiring（鼓舞的）这两个正面的形容词，由此可判断，逗号前后是转折关系。选项中只有B项yet可以表转折，故选B。

37. A　本题考查名词辨析。后文中出现了idea这个词，词义和opinion类似，通过近义词复现可以推断应选A。此外，根据常用搭配可知，ask for一般不会与其他三项搭配使用。

38. C　本题考查动词辨析。这句话进一步解释她会在哪些方面询问我的想法。显然，主管会在处理事务时询问下属的想法。所给动词中，make（创造）、keep（保持）、change（改变）显然都不符合，应选择动词handle（处理）。

39. D　本题考查逻辑关系和不定代词的用法。空格所在句意为：起初，我没法回答她的问题，因为我对舞台设计_____。由“没法回答她的问题”这一结果可知，原因应该是“我对舞台设计一无所知”。故应选D。

40. A　本题考查名词辨析。本句接着上句叙述：我一开始没法回答她的问题，但是慢慢地，我开始能够对她的_____作出回应。很显然，应该是对她的问题作出回应。故应选A。

41. D　本题考查动词辨析。这句话的意思是：她相信我有想法，于是我就开始_____想法。空格后的them指代的是前文中出现的复数名词opinions。前文中说自己没想法，那么这里应该就是产生想法的意思。所给选项中，hold意为“保持”、follow意为“跟随”、evaluate意为“评价”，显然都不符合。只有D项form有“形成”的意思，符合句意。

42. C　本题考查形容词辨析。本句意为：她喜欢我的_____，所以我画得越来越多。那么到底是因为她喜欢我的什么品质，我才会因此更想展示自己、画得更多呢？四个选项中，happy（快乐的）、lively（活泼的）、punctual（准时的）均不能鼓励我更多地展示自己。只有reliable（可靠的）符合此处的语境。

43. B　本题考查名词辨析。本句意为：Mrs. Neidl在那一年的_____是：“大胆尝试吧，之后我们总能做得更好。”saying意为“谚语”，通常是常被人们引用的古人或名人的话，不符合此处的语境，故排除。motto意为“座右铭”，通常指一个人在某个阶段遵循的行为标准，符合文意。message意为“消息”，suggestion意为“建议”，均不符合文意，都排除。

44. D　本题考查副词辨析。根据上一题的分析可知，这里是Mrs. Neidl鼓励作者的话，她建议作者大胆尝试，因为下一次一定会比前一次做得好，over在这里有“超越（上一次）”的意思。首先可以排除B和C。如果要选again的话，则应去掉paint后面的over。因此应该选择later。

45. D　本题考查名词辨析。空格前提到Mrs. Neidl建议作者大胆尝试；空格后则接着说，我以前非常害怕失败，但是突然间我发现没有所谓的失败。由此可知，在Mrs. Neidl的建议下，我不再瞻前顾后，而是开始一次次地尝试。也就是说，作者是“冒着失败的危险开始尝试”，从而战胜了对失败的恐惧。take steps意为“采取措施”；take control意为“控制”；take charge意为“负责”，均不符合文意。take risk意为“冒险”，符合文意。

46. A　本题考查动词辨析。根据上一题的解析可知，此处意为：我发现没有所谓的失败，只有需要_____的东西。句中的破折号起解释说明的作用。前面也提到，Mrs. Neidl建议作者要勇于尝试，因为下一次总会比前一次做得要好。也就是说，下一次总是对前一次的改进或改善，所以空格内应填入一个可以与upon连用，并且表示“改善”之意的词。观察四个选项，improved符合要求，故选A。

47. C　本题考查副词辨析。前面讲的是，在Mrs. Neidl的鼓励下，作者开始坚信没有所谓的失败，有的只是需要提高的东西。也就是说，作者的心态已经从以前的害怕变得积极。四个选项中，easily（轻易地）和proudly（骄傲地）都不符合，因为作者还只是个初学者，不可能很轻易地创作出什么，也不可能感到骄傲。carefully更强调小心谨慎地去做某事，而此处强调的是一种心态，故应选confidently（自信地）。

48. B　本题考查动词辨析。本句大意为：因为我在此事上（画画）投入了大量的时间和精力，（所以）我在一个项目中被_____。introduce意为“介绍”；identify意为“确认，认出”；consider意为“认为”，均不符合句意。recognize意为“认可，承认”，强调通过努力得到某人或某机构的认可。故选B。

49. C　本题考查动词辨析。本句大意为：也就是在那一年，我_____我想要将我的余生奉献给舞台设计。分析选项，可首先排除A项confirmed（确认）和D项acknowledged（承认）。C项decided意为“决定”，与空格后的wanted to（表示一种想法）相矛盾，故本题应选C，即“我”意识到“我”想要从事舞台设计工作。

50. A　本题考查介词辨析。本题可首先排除below和by。其他两项，with表示“与…一起”，of表示所属关系。根据文章第一段第一句话可知，Mrs. Neidl只是该舞台设计小组的主管之一，并不拥有该舞台设计小组，所以排除of，选A。

51. B　本题考查动词辨析。空格所在句中的and连接两个并列的名词或名词短语，因此空格内应填入一个既能与interest（兴趣）搭配，也能与world（世界）搭配的动词。再根据world后面起修饰作用的定语从句可知，这个世界一直存在，但是我以前并没有发现。由此可知，应选discovered（发现）。其他三个选项都不能同时修饰interest和world，也没有“发现已经存在的事物”的意思，故排除。

52. B　本题考查动词辨析。本句意为：她教我不要去_____别人的想法。分析选项，accept意为“接受”；care意为“在意，关心”；judge意为“判断”；wonder意为“想知道”。结合句意可知care更合理。即：她教我不要去在意别人的想法。

53. D　本题考查动词辨析。本句意为：她教我要抓住任何机会，不要_____。此处直接照应文章第三段，即Mrs. Neidl鼓励作者勇于尝试，从语义关联性来看，此处说的应该是“不要害怕”，故本题应选D。

54. A　这句话的意思是：她对我的_____激励我去做一些事…。这句话直接照应第二段排比句中的“她相信我有自己的看法，于是我试着形成自己的看法”。故应选trust（信任）。其他选项，patience（耐性）、curiosity（好奇心）和interest（兴趣）都不可能有如此大的影响力。

55. C　本题考查形容词辨析。整句话意为：她对我的信任激励我去做一些事，我从没想过这些事是_____。分析选项，accessible意为“可理解的”；enjoyable意为“享受的”；possible意为“可能的”；favorable意为“喜欢的”。根据句意可知只有possible适合。

我九年级时在一个戏剧的舞台设计小组遇见了奈德尔夫人，她是小组的导演之一。几乎一见到她我就喜欢上她了。她的声音并不让人舒服，说话也很直接，然而她很会鼓励和激发他人。由于某种原因，她对于我和我的工作印象很深。

奈德尔夫人在那一年的座右铭是：“大胆尝试吧，之后我们总能做得更好。”受此鼓舞，我开始勇于尝试。我曾经非常害怕失败，但是突然间失败消失了——只有需要不断完善的东西。我学会了大胆作画，并且自信地创作出一些东西。

害羞、安静的新人在那一年取得了成功。因为我所付出的时间和努力，我得到了“学生艺术助理”项目的认可。就在那一年，我意识到舞台设计是我想为之奋斗终生的事业。

在那个有奈德尔女士参与的设计小组工作的经历彻底改变了我。我不但变得更加强壮、变得超乎自己想象的能干，而且发展了一项浓厚的兴趣，并由此开启了一个我以前根本无法想象的世界。她教会我不要在意别人认为我该做哪些事情。她教会我抓住机会，勇往直前。奈德尔夫人是我心烦意乱时的安慰者。她对我的信任激励我完成了我本以为不可能完成的事。

第三部分　阅读理解


A


56. B　态度题。文章第一段第二句话说，我（指作者）绝不可能把它扔掉。第一段末句则说，它是我所见过的最漂亮的狗。从这两句话可知，作者对小狗持正面态度，故A、C、D可直接排除，选B。

57. A　细节题。根据题干信息first few days直接定位到第二段第三、四句。第四句中出现了极端词hardly，即小狗几乎不吃什么东西，由此可排除C（小狗吃得很少）。第三句中的unsettled（不安的）和第四句中的an air of sadness都说明，最初的几天，小狗表现得很担心、焦虑，这与A项“感到担心”相符合，故本题选A。B项“小狗感到愤怒”和D项“坐在火边”文章均未提及。

58. D　细节题。题干中的定位信息rushed off to a farmhouse说明这是故事情节变化的地方，应该往下找定位点。由第三段末尾的in the distance可知，当时小狗离farmhouse还有一段距离，故排除A。B、C两项文章未提及，直接排除。从下文发展可知，小狗找到了以前的家，故选D。

59. A　推理题。扫读完故事不难得出，作者按时间顺序回忆了一只可爱的小狗Goldie，故A项正确。


戈迪的秘密


有一天，它突然出现在我位于康沃尔郡的家门口。我绝不可能将它拒之门外。我可绝对做不出这种事来。也许就在前一晚，有人把它丢下了车。“我们要搬家了”；“我们马上要生小宝宝了，家里再也没有它的位置了”；“我们从没想过要它，但我们有什么办法呢？毕竟它是别人送的礼物。”人们总能为抛弃小动物找出各种各样的借口。而它是我见过的最漂亮的小狗之一。

我叫它戈迪。要是我当时知道后来所发生的这一切，我会给它取个更有创意的名字。刚开始那几天，它显得很不安。它不怎么吃东西，总是被一种悲伤的情绪笼罩着。似乎无论我怎么做都无法哄它开心。真不知道它在上一任主人那里有过怎样的悲惨遭遇。不过，大约一个星期后，它终于慢慢平静了下来。无论是出去遛弯散步还是坐在壁炉旁，它总会紧跟在我身边。

60. C　态度题。本题问作者对该reporter的看法。从作者的描述可以看出这名reporter的性格特点：热爱工作、追求进步、要求充分发挥潜力、不怕压榨，这些都是正面评价，由此可排除B、D两项。A项“乐观的”也并未体现，故排除。从第五段第二句：He wants to be pushed，challenged，coached to new heights.可知，C项“有抱负的”最合适。

61. D　细节题。本题考查原文细节，不好定位，可以根据四个选项后的关键词分别回到原文寻找对应关系。A项中的stories在第六段提到，但含义不同，故排除；B项中的financial support原文未提及，直接排除；C项中的issues出现在原文第二段，并给出了中文释义，可直接找到相关信息，说法无法对应，直接排除；根据D项中的ideas定位到倒数第三段第一句话，文中说“帮他把不错的点子变成绝妙的故事”，D项正是这句话的同义转述。

62. A　推理题。文章开头提到，一位reporter给作者递了简历，由此排除B、D两项。通读全文可知，这封信的收信人是一位editor，而文末作者用了our，可知作者应该是收信人的同行，即作者也是一位editor。故A项正确。

63. C　主旨题。文章首先描述了那位reporter之前的工作状况，接着提出他想跳槽的原因，即之前的工作不能满足他对个人发展和职业发展的需要。作者在最后一段提出了自己的观点：editor应该能为他们的reporters提供帮助，使他们能充分发挥自己的潜力，这与C项“关注reporters的职业发展”相符，故本题选C。


致编辑的一封公开信


前些日子，我和贵社的一名记者有过一回很有趣的交谈。事实上，他是贵社最出色的记者之一，而他当时正准备辞职。

这位记者给我看了他的简历和六篇为贵社撰写的文章。从文章的大字标题可以看得出，您对这些作品也非常赏识。他热情洋溢地讲述了自己是如何挖掘新闻点、寻找新闻线索并写作成文的，由此不难判断出他应该是贵社最出色的记者之一。您一定不希望看到这样的人才流失。

令我意外的是，这位记者表示他并不是因为工作得不开心，事实上，他很喜欢现在的这份工作。他说自己的分工很不错，还称赞您经营有方。他说，要他留下其实不难，因为他知道报社很器重他，很感激您交给他的任务，事业有条不紊，并且珍视这份自由。

那他为什么还想辞职？

他来找我是因为他希望编辑能对他提出更为严格的要求，督促他，考验他，从而引导他达到一个新的高度。

这位记者认为，要想文章写得好就得问题问得好。而他的编辑总是问他诸如文章篇幅多长、什么时候可以出稿、登在哪个版、预算是多少之类的问题。

他希望与之交谈的编辑是能够帮他把不错的点子变成绝妙的故事的人。他希望有人能对他的工作表现出兴奋，并且协助他把思路改头换面，以最好的形式呈现出来。他想在报社发挥出更大的价值。您难道不希望这样吗？

因此，这位记者引发了我的思考。

为了留住我们最好的记者、文字编辑、摄影师和美工，我们能做到的就是最大限度地帮助他们，使他们发挥出自己的潜力。如果我们做不到这一点的话，他们便会去寻找能做到的人了。


C


64. C　细节题。根据题干中的两个人名定位到文章第一段。该段描述了Sara和Betty谈话时的情况以及谈话后对彼此的看法。题干问的是Sara对Betty的看法。第一段第一句话but后面的内容意为：Betty似乎总是没什么话说。这与C项“Betty接不上话”意思相符。故本题选C。A项原文未提及，B项与原文正好相反，D项过于片面，故均排除。

65. B　推理题。从选项可知应该定位到第三段国家名字较多的地方。题目问“对话间隔时间最短的最可能是哪国人”。第三段的大意是，与英国人Betty相比，美国人Sara的谈话间隔更短；Betty在与芬兰人谈话时，发现自己变成了“打断他人说话的人”；Sara在与拉丁美洲人或以色列人谈话时，发现自己总是插不上话。由此可以按照谈话间隔由短到长排出顺序：芬兰人、英国人、美国人、拉丁美洲人和以色列人。观察选项，可知应选B。

66. C　细节题。根据“文题顺序一致”原则，本题可定位到第四段。该段前半部分先阐述了该段主要论点，即（谈话）习惯的不同会造成危险的思维定势，而这些社会现象会对个人产生影响；后半部分举例说明论点。A项“短暂的停顿和快速的谈话节奏导致对话无法进行”；B项“美国东部的城市对女性怀有偏见”与本文谈论的主题无关；D项是对第四段末句的片面理解，均应排除。C项“有时候一个人无法在适当的时候开口说话是由其文化决定的”是对第四段例子的总结，是正确的。

67. D　词汇题。assertiveness后面的training是上一段末句提到过的内容。第四段段末出现了重要信息提示——因果关系词because of，即因为她无法speak up，所以要接受培训。由此可排除B、C两项。A项干扰性较强。比较A、D两项会发现，D项中的confidently更加对应原文中的speak up，而A项中的willing一词有失偏颇，故D更合适。


节奏和停顿


莎拉想要和老朋友史蒂夫的新婚老婆贝蒂成为朋友，可是贝蒂总是一副没什么话好说的样子。莎拉觉得贝蒂接不上她的话，而贝蒂却向史蒂夫抱怨，觉得莎拉总不给她说话的机会。她们的问题出在两人对说话的节奏和停顿的预期存在差异。

谈话是一场各个角色轮流上场的游戏。如果我们说话的习惯相似，便不存在什么问题。但如果习惯不同，你可能没等我说完就开始说了，或者在我说完以后你还没有接上。贝蒂和莎拉之间就是存在这个问题。

对于角色转换过程中的停顿时长，贝蒂的预期相对长些，而莎拉的预期相对短些。这并非偶然，因为贝蒂是英国人而莎拉是美国人。贝蒂觉得自己说话时总被莎拉打断，而如果和贝蒂说话的是一个芬兰人，那么她又会变成是侃侃而谈、总打断人家讲话的人。要是碰上和拉丁美洲或以色列的朋友聊天，莎拉也会很难插话。

这些交谈的小技巧，如节奏和停顿，往往会导致大家对一个人的个性和能力而不是说话风格下定论。这些习惯上的差异往往会使人们形成一些极为危险的思维定势。这种社会现象会对个人产生影响。比如，一个来自美国西南部的女士在某个东部城市找到一份人力资源的工作。每次开部门会议的时候，她一直想找机会说话，却总找不到恰当的时机。尽管在她的家乡，她算是外向和自信的，而如今在华盛顿她却给大家内向、不善交际的印象。年终评定的时候，部门要求她去参加培训，理由是她不能积极表达自己的想法。

这就是为什么在讲话风格上的细微差别——像停顿几微秒这样的小事情——可以对一个人的人生产生如此巨大的影响。话说不好会被认定为是心理问题——就连这个不知道问题所在，还去报名参加了自信心培训的女士恐怕也会这么认为。


D


68. B　指代题。直接定位到第二段末尾。指代题一般需要去上文寻找逻辑关系。第二段最后两句大意为：教育资源需要满足多种迫切需求；利用纳税人的钱帮助一小部分人获得高等教育并不是其中之一。很显然，them指的是上文提到的“迫切需求”，故选B。

69. D　细节题。根据题干信息full government funding以及“文题顺序一致”原则，可轻松定位到第三段。根据本段第一句可排除B、C两项，因为作者显然对政府资助持否定态度，B、C均为正态度，故排除。文中并未提到教师是否satisfied，故排除A。本段倒数第二句提到，“教师的工资有了保障，就不再那么努力工作了”，这与D项“教师将花费更少的时间进行教学”意思相符，故本题选D。

70. A　推理题。题干问“作者提到businesses的目的”，并给出了定位段。扫读完第五段可知，最后一句为本段的结论句，也可以说是全文的主旨。那么前面的内容自然是在论证最后的结论。由此可知，作者举businesses的例子是为了证明“个人而非政府要为大学教育付费”，这与A项“反对义务大学教育”意思一致。故本题选A。business是为了证明结论所举的例子，并非论述的主题，其他三项都犯了把例子当结论的错误，均应排除。


高等教育的成本


高等教育的成本应由个人承担。

大学教育会给个人带来巨大的直接利益。大学毕业生的工资比非大学毕业生要高。社会地位的提高也愈发倚仗一个人的学历。可是，毕竟不是所有人都拥有学历。因此，应该是由个人而不是广大纳税人来承担这一费用。教育资源需要满足多种迫切需求；利用纳税人的钱帮助一小部分人获得高等教育并不是其中之一。

全额的政府资助也并不利于大学自身。亚当·斯密任教于苏格兰的一所大学，那里所有教员的工资都来自学生缴的学费。而在18世纪的牛津大学，所有教师的收入都来源于政府，生活十分宽裕。亚当很了解这种情况，并对此嗤之以鼻。他说，教师的工资有了保障，就不再那么努力工作了；如果教员变得懒散、不称职，学生也会变懒散。

如果学生需要为自己的教育付费，那么他们不但会更加努力，还会提高对老师的要求。老师也必须要让学生满意。这样一来，教师就必须认真教学，减少投入在自己感兴趣的领域做研究的时间。这无疑是值得庆幸的事。

很多人认为高等教育应该免费是因为他们认为这样有利于经济发展。很明显，很多大学毕业生都为积累国家财富做出了贡献，但是企业通过投资、增加就业机会也为社会做出了贡献。如果你认为由于大学毕业生能产生经济效益，所以政府就应为高等教育买单，那么政府也应付给企业一定的运营成本。所有保证创造就业机会的人都应该得到政府的资金支持。所以，应该是由个人而不是政府为大学教育买单。

第二节

第一步　分析空格

71　本题位于段落中间。根据解题技巧中的“中间空看前后句”，先看空格前的内容。前面是文章首句，大意为：下次你去商场等场所时，请停下来听一听；接着直接给出一个问题：what do you hear？再看空格后一句，抓住其中的关键词music。据此可猜测：71空填入的可能是“人们会hear的某个东西”，这个东西可能和music有关，而且极可能是文章主题Muzak。

72　本题位于第二段末尾。解题方法是“读前一句”。前一句大意为：在上午10~11点之间时，它总是更为活泼；在下午3~4点时，人们更加疲倦。故猜测：72空填的内容可能与“累”、“音乐”等有关系。

73　本题位于句末，前一句是一个很简单的问句“why？”，由此可推断，73空填的必定是上面问题的答案，遂往前找问题。前句大意为：一些乐师或作曲者不希望自己的作品被当作Muzak，但是有些乐师或作曲家希望自己的作品被选中。故猜测：73空与音乐被选作Muzak的好处有某种关联。

74　本题出现在段落中间。前一句描述tired office workers，后一句描述supermarket shoppers，故猜测：中间句应该是在列举同类事件，还要注意到末句中的数字“38 percent”。

75　本题出现在段首。空格下一句的意思是：有人说总是听同一种音乐很乏味。句中的代词they说明前面肯定提了一些人，而这些人对该音乐持否定态度，由此可推测本题应填入的内容。

第二步　分析选项

选项A意为“一些人不喜欢Muzak”。回头看刚才的分析，发现与75题非常契合，故75题答案为A。

选项B意为“音乐帮他们补充能量”。根据前面的分析，前四个空格中，只有72题能和能量搭上关系，故先确定B为72题的备选项。

选项C意为“背景中播放着音乐”。根据前面的分析，前四个空格中，只有71题能和音乐播放搭上关系，故先确定C为71题的备选项。

选项D中包含关键词factory workers及数字13%，与74空后面的内容非常契合，故可确定74题选D。

选项E意为“Muzak能让人更好地理解音乐”，其关键词与73空有关，可作为第73题的备选项。

选项F意为“如果音乐被使用，they每年能拿到4 million美元”。分析未确定的剩下三个空格，发现F项与73题最契合，同时可排除E。故73题选F。

选项G意为“Muzak在世界很多大商场播放”。分析未确定答案的两个空格，发现G与第71空较为靠近，故本题考虑C、G两项。由于71空前后并未提到任何关于大商场的信息，所以C更符合，故第71题选C，同时排除选项G。这时即可确认第72题选B。

本句使用了现在分词作状语的结构。在高考写作中，非谓语结构属于较高级的语法结构，应该学会使用。这句话中的现在分词做的是伴随状语的成分，除此之外，现在分词还可以在句中做原因状语、时间状语、让步状语、条件状语等，如：

Being very weak，she could not move.

由于过于虚弱，她无法行走。（原因状语）

Seeing the cat，the mouse ran off.

当看到猫，老鼠跑了。（时间状语）

Although living miles away，he still went to school.

三、全文评析

这幅看图作文题目是一幅比较常规的作文，与往年的题目类似，文章难度不大。不过，本篇看图作文的细节较多，如第1幅图的3个问号，第2幅图的“长队”，第3幅图的物品，这些都是需要在写作的时候体现出来的。另外，4幅图的比重不一，可以分为两大部分：

第一部分：图1~3，记叙的准备过程。

第二部分：图4，“我”送“爷爷奶奶”出行。

10年的看图作文让我们看到了命题者对看图作文的热衷，北京卷连续4年出现了看图作文，所以考生应该在日后的学习中，重点加强对看图作文的训练。

这是一个完全倒装句，表示方位或方式的介词或副词位于句首，句子需要完全倒装，即把动词完全提到主语之前。如：At the next station，in came an aged woman.

不过需要注意的是，只有当主语不是代词的时候，句子才能用完全倒装。如：

Here it is. 句子主语是代词it，所以句子不倒装。

三、全文评析

这篇开放作文难度一般，只要学生能把握住树、楼和太阳之间的关系，就能比较容易地看出文章的含义。不过，需要注意一点，本图中，树和楼之间没有亲子关系。一旦把楼看成树的父母，那么这篇作文的走向就错了。至于写作方面，由于没有出现像08年“圆规”，09年“叉子”、“筷子”这类比较生僻的词语，所以写起来还是比较容易的。

24. A　本题考查动词时态。I wasn't sure后面叙述的是过去的情况，or前面的部分使用了一般过去时，所以这里也应该使用一般过去时，选A。我不确定他是真的感兴趣还是仅仅出于礼貌

26. B　本题考查动词短语辨析。come up with意为“提出”，put up with意为“容忍，忍受”，turn to意为“转向；求助于”，stick to意为“坚持”。结合句意可知本题选B。我可以容忍房子不整洁，但是讨厌房间不干净
 。

27. B　本题考查非谓语动词。本题不缺谓语，故排除A。smoke与rise之间为主谓关系，故排除D。宾补的动作是正在进行的动作，故排除C，选B。接下来他就看到烟从房子后面冒出来
 。

28. D　本题考查倒装句。only引导状语置于句首时，句子采用半倒装结构。此句中助动词did提前，所以选D。只有在他达到茶馆时，他才意识到这个地方他去年来过
 。

29. A　本题考查动词的时态。句子时态为过去时，而“躺”的动作发生在艾丽斯醒来之前并一直持续到她苏醒的一刻，因此应使用过去完成进行时，所以选A。艾丽斯醒来后，她也不知道自己已经在那儿躺了多久
 。

30. B　本题考查短语辨析。rather than意为“而不是”，other than意为“除了…之外；不同于”，more than意为“多于，不仅仅”，better than意为“好于”。由句意判断，这里是指“表格只能由你自己签字”，所以选B。这份表格不能由你自己之外的其他任何人签字
 。

31. C　本题考查定语从句。分析句子结构可知，the writer为先行词，关系代词在从句中作story的定语，故选C。奖品会发给故事写得最富想象力的作家
 。

32. D　本题考查情态动词。should have done是对过去的情况进行推测，意为“本应做某事（而未做）”，所以选D。他们本应该在午饭时到达，但是航班延误了
 。

33. A　本题考查冠词辨析。a 表示泛指，the表示特指，此处的boy和man均为泛指，不是指某个特定的男孩或男人，所以选A。人们普遍认为，男孩应该像男人一样顶天立地地奋斗
 。

34. C　本题考查动词辨析。disappear意为“消失”，fall意为“落下；跌倒”，fail意为“衰弱，衰退”，damage意为“损害，摧毁”。由句意可知，这里是指视力开始“衰退”，所以选C。威廉发现读书越来越困难，因为他的视力开始衰退
 。

35. D　本题考查情景交际。根据句意可知，第二个人是认为第一个人应该知道搞艺术的人很难相处，所以选D。You name it意为“凡是你能说出的”，I've got it意为“我知道”，I can't agree more意为“我非常赞同”，均不符合上下文语境。—搞艺术的人有时真的很难相处。—嗯，你应该知道的呀，你不正是嫁给搞艺术的人了吗
 ？

第二节　完形填空


【综述】


文章讲述了一位女士的经历。在她17岁时，一位上科学入门课的教授，让学生猜罐子里有多少颗豆子，在学生们作出各种猜测后，教授宣布了正确的结果，并告诉学生们永远不要相信自己的感觉。虽然20年后，她明白了教授这么做的用意，即邀请学生们开启一段前往未知世界的旅程，但这在当时却让她感觉自己很渺小、很害怕，导致她从那以后再也没有接触过科学。

36. C　本题考查上下文。后文中教授说的话里出现了an important lesson about science，说明这是一堂科学入门课，故选择C。而文章最后一句中的...and I haven't gone near science since 也印证了选项C的正确。

37. D　本题考查动词词组。该句意为：教授 _____ 教室，把一个装满干豆子的罐子放到了讲台上。根据动作的先后顺序可知，教授应该是先走进教室，再把罐子放在讲台上，而不应该是A“寻找”、B“看着”教室，因此排除A、B两项；而get through意为“通过，穿过”，也不合文意，故选择D。

38. B　本题考查动词。空格后为how many beans，再根据后文wildly wrong guesses的提示，可知这里是说教授让学生猜罐子里有多少颗豆子，故选择B。

39. D　本题考查动词。该动作的发出者是the professor，而动作的宾语是shouts of wildly wrong guesses，可推知教授是“听着”大家的各种猜测，故选择D。warn意为“警告”，give意为“给”，turn away意为“避开”，均可排除。

40. C　本题考查形容词。空格处修饰名词answer，前半句提到学生作出了各种wildly wrong guesses，而教授在听完错误的猜测后一般会给出“正确的”答案，故选择C。ready意为“现成的”，由文章看不出答案是现成的，故排除；possible意为“可能的”，difficult意为“困难的”，很容易排除。

41. A　本题考查动词。这句话是教授对这堂课的总结：你们刚刚 _____ 了关于科学的重要一课。you指代的是students，因此应该选表示“学到”的动词learned，故选择A。prepare意为“准备”，可排除。teach意为“教”，与主语you（这里指students）不能搭配。take a lesson意为“上课；选课”，因为这里主要强调学生的收获，而不仅仅是上课，因此排除。

42. B　本题考查动词。这句话同样是教授的总结：那就是：永远都不要 _____ 自己的感觉。上文提到学生的猜测都是错误的，可推知这里是说不要“相信”自己的感觉，故选B。lose意为“失去”，sharpen意为“使敏捷”，show意为“展示”。

43. D　本题考查名词。本段用“二十年后”作为开头，说明叙事是一直连贯的，而首段指出本文的叙述者为a woman，故此处选择D。

44. C　本题考查动词。教授对自己的行为不会是“尊重”或“服务”，因此可排除无关选项B、D。根据后句的说明，邀请学生开启一段前往未知世界的激动人心的旅程，这是他认为自己在做的事情，符合此意的只有C。describe意为“描述”，describe...as意为“描述为…”，用在此处显然不合适，也可排除。

45. A　本题考查名词。这里是指开启一段“旅程”，而非“运动”、“改变”或者“冲进”，故选择A。

46. B　本题考查名词。解题关键是invisible，完形填空题要注意中文注释，因为给出中文注释的词大家未必不认识，但却一定是解题的关键。这里给出了invisible的释义“无形的”，也即“眼睛”看不到，故选择B。

47. D　本题考查名词。第三段由“二十年后”开头，说明前后紧密相关，而前一部分说的是不能相信自己的感觉，由此可推知能够发现肉眼无法看到的未知世界不可能依靠的是B“感觉”或者C“精神”，于是排除B、C；而model的含义是“模型”，显然是无关选项，也可排除；故选择D，这里指“科学的方法”。

48. A　本题考查动词。even是一个表递进关系的副词，根据语义，比“不能接受”这些邀请更进一步的是“不愿听”这些邀请，故选A。

49. B　本题考查动词。上句提到女孩才十七岁，由此很容易推知她正是刚开始了解世界的年纪，故选择B。本题难度不大。

50. A　本题考查动词。上句提到女孩刚刚开始了解世界，因此可推知她认识世界依赖的就是亲身体验，也认为亲身体验就是正确的，她对亲身体验的感觉不可能是经过“证明”或者能“解释”的，因此可排除无关选项C、D，更不可能是“质疑”，排除B；所以选择A。

51. D　本题考查名词。由上题分析可知，女孩相信亲身体验就是真实的，故选择D；growth意为“成长”，strength意为“力气”，faith意为“信仰”，都不合文意。

52. C　本题考查形容词。由句中的however可知这句与上句为转折关系。上句提到女孩认为亲身体验是真实的，由此推知这里是说教授却说亲身体验是“错误的”，故选C。

53. B　本题考查名词。上文提到，女孩了解世界凭借的是亲身体验，而这可以说是女孩了解世界唯一的“工具”，故选择B。task意为“任务”，success意为“成功”，connection意为“关系”，都不合题意。

54. C　本题考查形容词。and提示small与空格处是并列关系，而选项中能与“渺小”并列的是“害怕”，所以选择C。cruel的含义是“残忍的”，不合题意，可排除。proud意为“自豪的”，brave意为“勇敢的”，感情色彩不符合，故也排除。

55. A　本题考查动词。教授否定了女孩了解世界的方式后，女孩感到渺小与害怕，再由文章最后一句：“从此我再也没有接触过科学”可知，女孩放弃了学习科学，所以选A。

在我们对教育是如何帮助人们在人生中获得成功的讨论中，一位女士回忆了大约20年前她上的第一堂科学入门课。

教授走进教室，把一个装满干豆子的罐子放到了讲台上，让学生们猜猜罐子里有多少颗豆子。听完同学们喊出的完全不沾边的答案后，教授干涩地淡淡一笑，公布了正确答案，并说：“你们刚刚学到了关于科学的重要一课。那就是：永远都不要相信自己的感觉。”

二十年后，这位女士能猜出教授当年的用意。教授可能认为自己在邀请学生们开启一段前往肉眼所看不到的未知世界的激动人心的旅程，而且这个未知世界只有依靠科学的方法才能发现。但是，当年这个只有十七岁的小女孩不能接受甚至不愿意听到这样的邀请。她才刚刚开始了解这个世界。并且，她相信她的亲身体验就是真理。然而，教授却说那是错的。教授夺去了她了解世界的唯一工具，却没有给她提供任何替代工具。“我还记得那种渺小和害怕的感觉。”女士说，“我当时做了我唯一能做的事情，就是当天下午我就放弃了这门课程，并且从此再也没有接触过科学。”

56. C　细节题。题干信息词为a quarter和 coin changer，定位至第一段结尾处。由文章中的I couldn't take my eyes off the coin changer（我很难把视线从绑在他皮带上的零钱袋子上移开）可推知作者很好奇。下文提到贝斯勒注意到了这一点，this也就是“我”对零钱袋子的着迷，故选C。

57. D　推理题。题干信息词为the milkman had the key to the boy's house，定位至文章第三段。根据第二句There existed a close relationship between families and their milkmen 可以推断出送奶工获得了全家的信任，由此可知答案选D。

58. B　细节题。题干信息词为home milk delivery和 no longer exist，定位至第四段。文章第四段第一句就指出，送奶到户现今已不复存在了，接着指出了几个原因：一是大公司可以生产出廉价牛奶，送奶工无力与之抗衡；二是牛奶处处可以买到，送奶也就不现实了，可见送牛奶服务消失是市场淘汰的结果，故选B。

59. A　细节题。题干信息词为bring back home an old milk box，定位至最后一段首句。根据原文中an old milk box in the countryside I saw brought back my childhood memories.（我在农村看到了一只旧的牛奶箱，它勾起了我童年的记忆），故选A。其余各项均未提及，可排除。


牛奶送到门口的时代


我成长于20世纪60年代的新泽西，那时我们有一个送奶工，他负责把牛奶送到我们家门口。他就是贝斯勒先生。他戴一顶白色的棒球帽，开着一辆白色的卡车。作为一个五岁的小男孩，我很难把视线从绑在他皮带上的零钱袋子上移开。一天，当他送牛奶的时候，注意到了这一点，于是他从里面拿出一枚25美分的硬币给了我。

60. B　细节题。题干信息词为Middle Ages，定位至第一段中间部分。根据文中In the Middle Ages，merchants employed “town criers” to read public messages aloud to promote their goods（早在中世纪，商人就会雇用一些“街头宣告员”大声朗读公共信息推销他们的商品）可知B正确。B选项的含义是“公共场所会有人大声宣读广告信息”。

61. A　推理题。根据信息词Paragraph 2直接定位到第二段。this指代前文内容。根据前一句The London Gazette
 was the first newspaper to set aside a place just for advertising（《伦敦宪报》是第一家专门留出版面刊登广告的报纸），故选A。

62. D　细节题。题干信息词为the 18th century，定位到第三段。第三段主要指出，到了18世纪，广告开始迅速传播，广告文案开始更多地关注广告内容的设计，接着列举了各种设计方式，故可知D为正确答案。

63. A　文章主旨题。A项意为“广告的故事”，B项意为“广告设计的价值”，C项意为“报纸广告的作用”，D项意为“广告印刷的发展”。B、C、D均不是文章的写作目的，这篇文章主要介绍了广告的历史及发展，因此答案为A。

“广告”一词指的是引起人们对产品和服务注意的各种公共宣传。纵观历史，广告一直都是促进商品贸易和销售的有效手段。早在中世纪，商人就会雇用一些“街头宣告员”大声朗读公共信息推销他们的商品。15世纪印刷术发明之后，人们可以很方便地印刷广告页，并把它们贴在公共场合或者夹入书中。

17世纪末，越来越多的人开始看报纸，纸质媒体成为推销产品和服务的重要途径。《伦敦宪报》是第一家专门留出版面刊登广告的报纸。这一举措大获成功，以至于到17世纪末，几家公司开始了在报纸上为商人做广告的业务。

18世纪，广告开始迅速传播。广告文案开始更多地关注广告内容的设计。他们采用各种巧妙的方式来推销从服装到饮料的各色产品，这些方式包括重复公司或产品的名称，将文字以吸引眼球的形式排列，使用漂亮的图片和容易让人记住的表达方式等。

到了19世纪末，出现了专门负责制作广告的公司，即“广告商”。他们不断研发新的方式，让人们认为自己是团体中的一员。在整个20世纪，广告商倡导人们将消费主义作为一种生活方式，推广只有买了“对”的产品才会幸福的理念。

64. C　细节题。题干信息词为TPCGB和campaign，定位到第二段首句，campaign后接的for短语说明了此次运动的目的：for the needs of the tall（满足高个子的需求），可知答案选C。

65. B　细节题。题干信息词是Phil Heinricy，定位到第四段。第四段末尾提到Seven-foot beds would work fine（7英尺的床才合用），故选B。

66. A　细节题。题干信息词是small tables，定位到第五段。文中指出Small tables...are enough to make tall customers go elsewhere（小桌子…足以使个子高的顾客改去其他餐馆了），故选A。

67. B　细节题。题干信息词是Edinburgh，定位到最后一段。原文指出6′6″ beds are now put in as standard（6英尺6英寸的床现在已被用作标准床了），上文提到以前标准床是6英尺3英寸，即6英尺6英寸的床取代了6英尺3英寸的床，故选B。

身材矮小还可能是美丽的，但是个子高大似乎就只能是不舒服了，尤其是在酒店住宿或在餐馆用餐的时候。

为发起满足高个子的需求的运动，于六个月前成立的英国高个子俱乐部（TPCGB）已经将注意力转向了酒店和餐馆。它指出，床太小，淋浴喷头太低，餐桌下几乎放不下腿，让身高超过平均水平的人生活困难。

但是并不仅仅是那些特别高大的人的需求没有得到满足。人们的平均身高已经逐渐增加，然而床、出入口和椅子的标准尺寸并没有改变。

同样的，餐桌也带来了无休止的问题。小桌子意味着腿长的人不得不坐在离桌子差不多一英尺的距离，这足以使个子高的顾客改去其他餐馆了。

然而，一些人已经注意到了这个问题。位于爱丁堡皇后区护城河房屋的喀里多尼亚酒店，在高个顾客（尤其是美国人）要求大号床的情况下，6英尺6英寸的床现在已被用作标准床了。

68. A　词汇题。residents为名词且为复数，所指代的必然也是复数名词。其前面的its指代chicken house，而鸡舍的“房客”必定是鸡，故答案为A。

69. B　语义理解题。此句位于第一段结尾处，与前一句之间由分号隔开，说明前后句是并列关系。前一句说“一切东西的成本都在上涨，而我也想减肥”。与此含义一致的只有B项，故答案为B。

70. D　细节题。题干信息词为vegetable gardening和popular，定位到第二段开头。原文提到美国人开始种菜是driven by higher living costs and a falling economy（在不断高涨的生活成本和下行经济的驱使下），故选D。

71. B　主旨题。文章中出现最多的关键词是gardening，所以标题应包含关键词，所以答案从B、D中选。文章中开头即说这是more than a hobby，故排除D，答案选B。

越来越多的美国人，在不断高涨的生活成本和下行经济的驱使下，第一次开始了种菜，她们就是这样的人。还有一些人则扩大了原有菜园的规模。种子公司和园艺店称，自20世纪70年代以来，人们从没有像现在这样对在家种植蔬菜越来越感兴趣。现在，全国范围内的许多菜园在几个月内就卖完了。在得克萨斯州的奥斯汀，一些菜园的排队购买人要等待三年之久。

④email此处用作动词，表示“给…发电子邮件”。

该句句型为find+宾语+宾补，又如：

三、全文评析

本题为求助信，实用性很强。要写好这篇文章，需要从已给出的四条中文要点入手，还需加上自己的合理发挥。其中，“求助内容”和“约定时间”需自己发挥，考查考生合理组织英文的能力，因此交代好前因后果显得尤为重要。建议考生在平时的写作练习中将要点先写在草稿纸上，理清它们之间的关系，最后再连点成线，就不愁拿不到高分了。

这是一篇不错的题目，不但可以拉开学生的分数档次，而且对学生想象力的考查也比较到位。

10. B　本题考查动词短语辨析。tell sb. of sth.意为“告诉某人某事”，remind sb. of sth.意为“提醒某人某事”，warn sb. of sth.意为“警告某人某事”，advise sb. of sth. 意为“通知某人某事”。根据句意可知，符合题意的为“提醒”（remind），所以选择B。玛丽，我提醒了约翰他曾经承诺会帮助你
 。

11. D　本题考查代词。for nothing意为“免费”，与后一句中说的“朋友送的”意思一致，所以选D。我免费得到了一辆自行车：朋友买了一辆新的，就将这辆送给我了
 。

12. A　本题考查副词辨析。quite another意为“另一回事；完全不同的”，符合语境。欣赏好听的音乐是一回事，但自己演奏好音乐则是另一回事
 。

13. B　本题考查句子结构。and连接的前后应同为否定，故排除C、D项，A项的正确说法应为neither will Tom。故只有B正确。简今天晚上不能和我们一起吃饭，汤姆也一样
 。

14. B　本题考查介词辨析。until意为“直到…”，符合句意，所以选B。这家商店将关门维修直到进一步通知
 。

15. C　本题考查非谓语动词。join与this island之间为动宾关系，故排除A、B、D三项。该句中，过去分词短语joined to the mainland by a bridge作插入语，相当于定语从句which is joined to the mainland by a bridge。这座岛屿通过一座桥与大陆相连接，很容易抵达

21. A　本题考查名词词义辨析。根据空格前后的内容可知选A，on the way home意为“在回家的路上”。

22. D　本题考查动词词义辨析。这句话是对上一句很多人在回家的路上会睡着所给出的具体事例。根据空格后的the newspaper，可知选D。选项A、B、C与报纸搭配均不符合题意。

23. C　本题考查动词词义辨析。由空格后的as if（似乎，好像）可知这里是比喻说法，因此答案选C。It appears...意为“看起来…”。

24. B　本题考查动词词义辨析。根据上文可知，这里是对上一句的具体举例说明，意为：某个人可能在看报纸，然而几秒钟之后，看起来就好像要_____报纸一样，形容此人瞌睡的状态，选项中只有eat符合题意，这里用的是夸张的手法。open意为“打开”，find意为“找到”，finish意为“完成”，都不合题意。

25. D　本题考查动词词义辨析。根据上文可知，这里是形容人们困倦之极，再由语境可知，人们可能靠在邻座陌生人的肩膀上睡着，故选答案D。lie意为“躺”，wait意为“等待”，talk意为“谈话”，都不合题意。

26. C　本题考查形容词词义辨析。上文列举了一个人们容易睡着的场合，即回家的公交车或地铁上，此处列举的是另一个容易睡着的场合，故选C。another意为“另一，又一”。

28. C　本题考查副词词义辨析。分析句子结构可知，where引导的定语从句中包含so...that句型，空格处应填入一个副词修饰snoring，故选C“大声地”。bravely意为“勇敢地”，happily意为“高兴地”，carelessly意为“粗心地”，都不合题意。

29. B　本题考查动词词义辨析。该处意为：有时某个学生的打鼾声太大，教授就不得不让旁边的学生把他摇醒，故选B“摇晃”。leave意为“留下；离开”，keep意为“遵守；保持”，watch意为“观看”，都不合题意。

30. C　本题考查名词词义辨析。该句意为：更尴尬的情形是，一个学生睡着了，由于头部的_____，胳膊滑下了…。学生趴在课桌上睡觉时，头会压在胳膊上，头部的重量会使胳膊不由自主地移动，故选C。size意为“尺寸，大小”，shape意为“形状”，strength意为“力气，力量”，都不合题意。

31. B　本题考查名词词义辨析。根据上文可知，胳膊不堪重负会滑下桌子，故选B。cushion意为“垫子”，shoulder意为“肩膀”，book意为“书”，都不合题意。

32. C　本题考查名词词义辨析。由上文可知，胳膊不堪重负，猛地滑下桌子，必定会导致身体跟着一起运动，再根据后一句的on the floor可知学生整个摔到了地上，所以选C，意为“其余部分”。action意为“行动，活动”，position意为“位置；姿势”，side意为“方面；侧面”，放入文中都不合题意。

33. A　本题考查名词词义辨析。该句意为：学生在地上醒来，根本不记得是怎么摔下来的，表示学生醒来后完全不明所以，故选A。memory意为“记忆”；reason意为“理由”；question意为“问题；疑问”；purpose意为“目的”。

34. D　本题考查动词词义辨析。根据下文提到的“司机”可知，此处指开车时犯困则是最糟糕的，故选D。think意为“想”，work意为“工作”，walk意为“走”，都不合题意。

35. D　本题考查名词词义辨析。上一句提到开车时犯困是最糟糕的，而开车犯困很容易导致事故，再根据空格前的police reports可以确定答案选D。change意为“变化”，event意为“事件”，idea意为“想法”，均不是警察报告的内容，可排除。

36. B　本题考查动词词组辨析。该句意为：警察报告中有很多都是开车时犯困_____马路所造成的交通事故。go off the road意为“把车开出了路”，符合题意，故选B。go up意为“增大”，go along意为“进行”，go down意为“下降”，都不合题意。

37. A　本题考查形容词词义辨析。根据主句they are not seriously hurt，可推知这些犯困的司机是幸运的，故选A。awake意为“清醒的“，calm意为“镇静的；风平浪静的”，strong意为“强壮的”，都不合题意。

38. D　本题考查词组辨析。in time意为“及时”，at first意为“首先”，as usual意为“像往常一样”，for example意为“例如”。该句描述的是一个具体的事例，故选D。

39. B　本题考查名词词义辨析。上文提到这位女士把车开进了河里，由此可知她是在水里醒来，故选B。dust意为“灰尘”，grass意为“草”，bush意为“灌木丛”，都不合题意。

40. A　本题考查形容词词义辨析。该句与文章开头呼应，指出人在真的很疲劳时，不论在哪里，没有什么可以阻止他们睡着，故选A。drunk意为“喝醉了的”，lonely意为“孤独的”，lazy意为“懒惰的”，都不合题意。

41. D　主旨题。文章第二段倒数第三句提到戈尔登说“When people ask me what our program is about...I answer them with one word：hope.”可知本文的标题中应包含“hope”这个词，故选D项。

42. C　推理题。题干信息词为Mural Arts Program和aimed at，定位到第二段第一句。该句提到The walls that were once ugly with graffiti（涂鸦）are now covered with beautiful pictures（之前涂满涂鸦、极其丑陋的墙上，现在则画上了漂亮图画…），以及第三句中的Anti-Graffiti可知这一计划的目的是与涂鸦作斗争，故选C选项。

43. A　细节题。题干信息词为message，定位到第三段第二句。根据When a neighborhood requests a mural，the MAP works with the people there to develop a message（当一个街区要求绘一幅壁画时，MAP就会和该地的居民一起努力，从而传达某种信息），可知应选A选项。

44. D　推理题。需要根据文章内容作出判断。根据最后两段可知，MAP的工作很多，也很受人们欢迎，因此说明他们的工作很成功，故选D选项。

自1984年起，费城就一直在清理非法涂鸦。一个接着一个的涂鸦墙变成了户外艺术。迄今为止，已经绘制了1800多幅壁画。费城现在拥有的壁画，比美国其他任何城市都要多。

46. D　细节题。信息词为apes and dolphins，定位到第二段最后一句。根据Only humans，and some intelligent animals like apes and dolphins，have been shown to recognize that the image in the mirror is of themselves〔经证明，只有人类和一些高智商动物（如猿和海豚）能够认出镜子里的影像是自己〕，可见作者举这两类动物为例子是因为它们比较聪明，故选D项。

47. B　推理题。信息词为Happy，Maxine和Patty，定位到倒数第二段第一句。根据Of the three，Happy then passed the test（三头大象中，哈皮通过了测试），以及后文的She could tell the mark was there by looking in the mirror，and she used the mirror to touch the mark with her long nose，可知哈皮与玛克辛和帕蒂的区别在于它认出了自己在镜中的影像，故选B项。

对于研究动物世界的智力发育的人来说，自我意识是一个重要的测量标准。具有自我意识的动物，其智商水平就比较高。

自我意识可以通过测试动物是否能够认出镜子里的自己（也即自己的反射影像）来验证。在这项实验中，许多动物严重不及格，它们对反射的影像几乎不关注。经证明，只有人类和一些高智商动物（如猿和海豚）能够认出镜子里的影像是自己。

现在，又有一种动物加入了高智商动物团队。美国国家科学院的文献汇编上，研究者称一种亚洲大象通过了镜子的自我反射测试。

“我们认为大象是下一种重要的动物。”野生生物保护协会的黛安娜·赖斯说。她与埃默里大学的乔舒亚·M.普罗尼克和范斯·B. M. 德·瓦尔同是该项研究的作者。赖斯称，大象的大脑比较大，“看起来似乎是猿和海豚的同类”。

研究人员对布朗克斯动物园的三头大象哈皮、玛克辛和帕蒂做了测试。他们在动物玩耍区（游客的视线范围之外）的一面墙上安放了一块八平方英尺的镜子，并且用相机记录下了发生的事情，其中包括一部镜子里内置的相机。

三头大象中，哈皮通过了测试，测试中她的一边脸上被涂上了一个明显的标记。通过照镜子，她能指出标记的位置，她还照着镜子用她的长鼻子碰了碰那个标记。

黛安娜·赖斯说：“以前我们只知道大象聪明，但现在我们可以通过一个更好的方式来讨论它们的智力。”

52. A　推理题。根据题干信息可以迅速定位到第一段。根据第一段提到的作者在收到银行来信后的想法可知，他认为来信对他不尊重，也即银行不太重视他，故选A。

53. D　词义题。根据题干信息可迅速定位到第二段最后一句。根据句意，人们的行为方式会突出文化间的差异，而不是“鼓励”、“有助缩小”或“增加”，故选D项。

54. B　细节题。根据第三段Mostly，it is just a question of getting used to the differences and accepting them（绝大多数情况下，这只是一个适应差异、接受差异的问题），故选B项。

55. B　细节题。题干信息词为invited to a party和punctual，定位到最后一段。根据If you invite people to a party at 7 o'clock your guests will consider it polite to turn up exactly on time in Germany（如果你邀请别人7点钟去参加一个派对，在德国，客人出于礼貌会准时到达），可知德国人会准时到，故选B项。


这里的行为方式


几年前，我被一家美国银行雇用。我收到人事部主任的一封信，开头写道：“Dear John，I am quite pleased that you have decided to join us.”“quite”这个词令我沮丧。我觉得他是在说：“你决定加入我们，这让我们有点高兴，虽然我希望能雇用另一个人。”后来我发现，在美式英文里“quite”的意思是“非常”，而在英式英文中，“quite”的意思是“还可以”。

所以在其他国家工作我要学的第一课就是语言，这里我说的语言并非单纯指人们所说的话。而是人的肢体语言、服装、礼仪以及观念等等。人们的行为方式突出了我们发现的存在于不同文化之间的许多差异。

有些差异可能只是表面上的，如：服装、食物以及工作时间，而另外有些则是更深层次的，且需要较长的时间来处理。绝大多数情况下，这只是一个在工作的同时适应差异、接受差异的问题，就像对待气候。

58. C　细节题。第三段提到她的哥哥来观看她的比赛，第五段又提到三年前她的哥哥布拉德在醉驾中丧生，可知亨尼格家一共有3个孩子，故选C。

59. C　细节题。题干信息词为Miss Louisiana Teen，定位到倒数第二段。根据该段首句可知，谢利在获得“路易斯安那州妙龄小姐”称号后，就开始在全州巡回演讲安全驾驶的重要性，故选C。

60. A　推理题。题干信息词为suggestion，定位到最后一段。根据谢利的话Don't let anyone change you. Hang out with people that make you feel good about yourself. That way，it is easy to be yourself（不要让任何人改变你。跟让你自我感觉良好的人交往。这样的话，做自己就容易得多），可知她的建议是在朋友的支持下做真实的自己，故选A。

本题延续全国卷书信写作的特点，文体鲜明，难度不大，考查考生以读者的身份为报刊写信。重点为主要内容的第二点，即“赞赏该报优点”。题干提示了两个优点，但要想取得高分，不仅需要用英文正确表达“兼顾国内外新闻”和“介绍名人成功故事”，还要有适当的扩展，例如它们对“我”的影响，或者该报使“我”获得的益处。题目的另一个要求是考生给报刊提出合理的建议，考查考生的开放性思维。总之，对题干要点的适当扩展应该作为考生平时练习的重点，要予以重视。

38. B　本题考查逻辑关系。文章第一段首句的used to提示该段描述的情况属于过去，暗示下文会提到“我”的转变。因此可推断这里表示“这一切在我加入运动队后发生了改变”，所以答案选B。

39. A　本题考查名词辨析。上一句意为：一切源于一位老师建议我报名参加篮球队。该句则意为：起初我认为这是一个疯狂的想法，因为我的平衡感不好。这里的it即指“我报名参加篮球队”。所以选A。plan意为“计划”，belief意为“信仰”，saying意为“谚语”，都不合题意。

40. C　本题考查名词辨析。该处意为：也没有 _____ 跟上队友的步伐，他们也许会取笑我。结合四个选项可知，只有ability（能力）符合题意，故选C。right意为“权利”，chance意为“机会”，patience意为“耐心”，都可排除。

41. A　本题考查动词辨析。该句意为：要不是这位老师一再坚持我“_____”，我不可能决定试一试。go for it意为“试一试”，为固定搭配，故选A。look for意为“寻找”，cheer for意为“为…喝彩”，apply for意为“申请”，均可排除。

42. B　本题考查名词辨析。该句意为：鼓起勇气去参加选拔赛仅仅才做到了_____！接下来提到“我”开始参加训练后面临的种种困难，由此可推断参加选拔赛仅仅做到了“一半”，故选B。其余三项均不合题意。

43. C　本题考查动词辨析。上句提到“我”参加了选拔赛，这里提到“训练”（the practice sessions），可知“我”通过选拔赛开始“参加”训练，故选C。enjoy意为“喜爱；享受”，从后文可知“我”表现得很不好，故排除；prepare意为“准备”，强调动作尚未做出，由下文的“表现不好”可知“我”并不是处于“准备”阶段，而是付诸了实践，但由于中英文的差异，该选项干扰性较强。watch是“观看”的意思，不符合上下文意，也可排除。

44. A　本题考查形容词辨析。该句意为：在我第一次开始参加训练时，我甚至不知道比赛规则，_____我在做什么。空格所在处是对前文I didn't even know the rules of the game的补充说明，且在程度上更进一步，因此可推断此处表示“更”不知道“我”在做什么，故选“少”的比较级less，答案为A。此处也可改写为and I know much less about what I was doing。

45. D　本题考查形容词辨析。and后指出“我”朝着错误的方向投篮，可见这里是指“我”弄混或迷惑，所以选择D，此处意为“不知道如何去处理”。committed意为“坚定的”，motivated意为“有动机的；有积极性的”，embarrassed意为“尴尬的”，confused意为“迷惑的”。

46. B　本题考查副词辨析。该句意为：_____，我不是队里唯一的“新人”。上文提到作者刚进篮球队时表现欠佳，此处指出“我”不是唯一的新人，可见这对“我”来说是一件幸运的事，故选B。“我”不是唯一的新人谈不上是有意思的或者有希望的事，故排除A与D。前文没有提及任何其他人，所以无法判断出“我”不是唯一的新人，C也可排除。

47. A　本题考查动词辨析。空格中填入的动词与介词on一起修饰后面的“学打球”，表示“集中精力学打球”，故选A。focus on意为“集中精力”，act on意为“对…起作用”，rely on意为“依赖，依靠”，try on意为“试穿”，均可排除。

48. D　本题考查动词辨析。句后的just yet意为“暂时（尚未）”，该处意为：而且不苛求自己“暂时”尚不_____的事情。该句前半部分提到“我”决定集中精力学打球，每次训练都尽力而为，而上文也提到“我”甚至不知道比赛规则，可见这里是指“我”不满足于现状，想要加倍努力，而且不苛求自己暂时尚不懂得的事情，答案选D。

49. C　本题考查名词辨析。空格处填入的名词为动词knew的宾语，前文提到“我”连比赛规则都不知道，由此可推断这里是指“我”弄懂了比赛规则，故选C。

50. B　本题考查名词辨析。空格处填入的名词由形容词competitive修饰，后接in me，可见要说的是“我”内心好胜的部分战胜了“我”缺乏自信的部分，故选B。

51. A　本题考查名词辨析。该句句首的with time提示这是在一段时间里发生的事情，与句尾的in the 形成呼应，且选项中暗含一段时间的只能是process，故选A。process意为“过程”，operation意为“手术；操作”，movement意为“运动；活动”，situation意为“情况；形势”。

52. B　本题考查形容词辨析。前面提到“我”的好胜心战胜了不自信，可见“我”逐渐变得越来越自信，故选B。expressed意为“明确的”，improved意为“改善的”，preserved意为“保藏的；腌制的”，recognized意为“认可的”。

53. D　本题考查动词辨析。由空格后的in the back of the classroom可推断答案为D。dream意为“做梦”，play意为“玩耍”，relax意为“放松”，hide意为“隐藏”。

54. D　本题考查介词辨析。分析句子结构可知，这里提到了“我”的一种转变，从前半句中的from可推断答案为D。from...to...意为“从…到…”，其余选项均不能和from搭配。

55. C　本题考查形容词辨析。该句意为：我从“藏”在教室后面、不希望被关注，变得开始举手回答问题——即使有时我并不能百分百 _____ 我的答案正确。结合选项可知C为正确答案。lucky意为“幸运的”，happy意为“高兴的”，sure意为“确定的”，satisfied意为“满意的”。

57. D　推理题。定位词为George Bush Sr.。第二段第一句话提到，在那篇散文里，我写到我想要尝试高空跳伞，并提到老布什在80岁高龄时曾这么做。接下来作者反问：我为什么不能呢？由此可知，作者提到老布什是为了增强说服力，说明她也能做到，故选D项。

58. D　推理题。定位词为immediately。第三段第五句话提到，当我们一开始触到机外的空气时，风太大，以至于我几乎无法呼吸。immediately对应文中的first。接下来第六句话说For a second I thought，“What have I gotten myself into？”（有那么一秒钟我曾想：“我是把自己置于了怎样的境地啊！”）可推知作者刚跳出飞机的一瞬间曾感到懊悔，故选D项。

59. B　细节题。定位词为enjoy most。根据第三段倒数第二句话Being up in the clouds and looking at the view below was unlike anything I have ever felt—much better than the hot air balloon. 和最后一句话I was just enjoying it. 可知选B。


“我84岁时尝试了高空跳伞！”

65. A　细节题。定位词为the use of technology in the classroom。文章第四段介绍了作者为什么不准学生带高科技设备进课堂的原因，第一句话中的the real reason提示答案要从下文找，根据第二句 Interruptions by technology...allow for too much dependence on outside information for ideas. 可知，使用高科技设备会阻碍学生们的独立思考，所以选A项。

66. D　推理题。根据文章最后一句话A few hours of technology-free dialogue is just too sweet to give up.可推知应选D项。too...to...意为“太…而不能…”。


学生和教室里的高科技设备


我喜欢我的黑莓手机——小小的它维系着我与这个更广大的世界的联系，我走到哪里它就跟到哪里。我也喜欢我的笔记本电脑，里面有我所有的作品和想法。尽管我对高科技设备如此喜爱，我也知道有时我得远离这些设备，和其他人进行真正的交流。

70. B　主旨题。全文主要谈论太阳能电厂将会给美国西部带来什么样的影响，故选B项。

在过去的几个世纪里，铁路和高速公路是美国西部的特征，不管好坏，21世纪新建成的发电和输送系统将在美国西部留下长久的印记。铁路和高速公路的真正意义并不在于它们给西部地区带来的地貌变化，而是在于它们给周围社区带来的影响。大型太阳能发电站以及即将铺设的用于输送电能的电缆线也是如此。

19世纪见证了政府为铁路企业建造横贯大陆的铁路而拨地，造成公用土地被私有土地所包围。在西部的大部分地区，一些铁路所在的区域得到了发展，而其他地区仍很落后；在这两种情况下，土地所有权都给土地管理带来了其特有的挑战，随着州际高速公路系统的建成，许多因铁路建站而出现并繁荣起来的小城镇，失去了发展的源泉继而走向了没落。

75. 本题位于段中，前一句的结构为As...，you will...，后一句结构也为As...，you will...，故猜测中间句也为类似的结构。

第二步　分析选项

选项A包含关键词ideas，五个空格中只有71题和73题的前一句或后一句的句中有ideas，所以选项A为71题或73题的备选答案。

选项B包含a lot of time，五个空格中只有72题的后一句中出现了a good deal of time，故选项B可能为72题的备选答案。

选项C意为“这或许也帮助你理解没有所谓完美的演讲这种事”，选项关键词为speech，74题和75题可能与speech相关，故选项C可作为74题、75题的备选答案。

选项D包含关键词ideas，并有修饰语new和reorganized，其中reorganized ideas对应71题后一句中的put it（information）together differently to produce new ideas，所以可确定71题选D，73题选A。

选项E包含关键词public speaking class，与72题后一句中的the class契合，故可确定E为72题答案。

选项F意为“你在演讲课上学到的技巧能从多个方面帮助你更加高效地思考”，与74题前后的public speaking和提高思考能力相契合，故可确定74题选F。

选项G结构为As...，you will...。根据前面对75题的分析可知，75题选G。

演讲和批判性思维


什么是批判性思维？某种程度上来说，它是一种逻辑——一种能够发现他人论据中的弱点并且自己能够加以避免的逻辑。它还包括如区分事实和观点、评估证据的可靠性等相关技巧。

从广义上说，批判性思维是有针对性、有条理的思维——具有理清观点间相互关系的能力。（71）那些最伟大的思想家、科学家和发明家通常会从已知信息中获取知识，并将其进行重新组合以获得新的观点。这同样也是批判性思维。

（72）比如，随着课程的深入，你可能会花很多时间组织你的演讲。虽然这看来可能就像一种单纯的机械训练，但它却和批判性思维紧密相关。如果你的演讲结构松散、杂乱无章，很可能你的思维也同样混乱、杂乱无章。另一方面，如果你的演讲结构明晰，那么很可能你的思维也是清晰的。组织演讲并不只是组织你已有的观点。（73）

组织能力与演讲的多个方面休戚相关。（74）当你致力于用清楚、精确的语言表达你的观点时，你进行清楚、准确思考的能力也会提高。（75）当你学会批判地听课堂授课的时候，你就能更好地评判说话者在各种场合下表达的观点。

如果你能充分学好这门演讲课，你就能培养你在各种场合下作为批判性思考者的技巧。这也就是自古希腊以来，演讲一直被视为教育的一个重要组成部分的原因之一。

三、全文评析

四幅图的情景作文属于历年北京卷考查的重点。2011年情景作文难度适中，考点分布与往年基本一致。今年考查的是老师不小心摔倒、学生送老师去医院的情景作文。写作时需注意以下几点：情景作文的体裁是记叙文，时态使用一般过去时，由于此次考题没有给出开头和结尾，因此新颖的开头和结尾能够成为写作亮点。每幅图的具体内容为：①老师摔倒；②我们送老师去医务室；③我们看望病床上的老师；④老师坐轮椅给我们上课。考生需把握要点，并注意每幅图中的具体细节，加上漂亮的语言，都能得到不错的分数。

第二节　开放作文

In the picture，there stands a tree full of fruit on one side of the stream. Across the stream，a man is trying to reach out on the edge of the bank for the fruit with a net attached to a pole. Not far away there is a bridge that can lead him to the tree for more fruit.

2011年北京卷开放作文与2010年相比，题型一致，考查议论文，图中一个人在河对岸够对面的果实，但离他不远处就有一座桥。本题考查话题为成功与失败，考生从成功或失败这两个角度立意均可。若选择从成功的角度入手，立意可以是做事要寻求正确的方法，不要忽视其他的可能；若从失败的角度入手，立意可以是若忽视了其他的可能方法而舍近求远，结果只能是失败。因此，考生在立意正确的基础上，再对图画进行细致完整的描述和合理的论证，都能得到不错的分数。

21. A　本题考查情景交际。I don't mind意为“我不介意”；I'm sure意为“我确信”；No problem意为“没问题”；Go ahead意为“继续”。由空格后的Either will do（哪个都行），可知答案选A。——你想要这些中的哪一个？——我不介意。哪个都行
 。

22. C　本题考查冠词。第一空特指“完成的画”；第二空考查介词短语with satisfaction（满意地），作句子的状语。此处satisfaction为抽象名词，故短语中不用冠词。答案选C。萨拉满意地看着那幅完成的画
 。

23. C　本题考查动词时态。主句为一般过去时，但引号内引用奶奶阐述的生活哲理，故应使用一般现在时，答案选C。奶奶过去常说：“生活就像在雪地行走，因为每一步都清晰可见。”


24. D　本题考查名词从句。分析句子结构，it是形式主语，真正的主语是后面的主语从句，且从句中缺少do的宾语，因此只能选D。总统采取什么行动结束这次罢工一点也不清楚
 。

25. B　本题考查连词。根据句意，空格前后部分间为转折关系，故只有although符合题意。我不认为我们之前见过面，然而我不得不说你看起来很面熟
 。

26. D　本题考查形容词比较级。so much the better为固定搭配，意为“那就更好了”，答案选D。结果对于我们来说不是很重要，但如果我们真的赢了，那就更好了
 。

27. B　本题考查动词词组辨析。put out意为“熄灭”；put down意为“记下，写下”；put away意为“收拾，把东西放好”；put together意为“放在一起”。前一句提到玛丽擅长记笔记，空格后的宾语为almost every word，因此应填入表示“记下，写下”的put down，答案选B。玛丽非常擅长在课堂上记笔记。她几乎能把老师说的每个字都记下来
 。

28. A　本题考查非谓语动词（独立主格结构）。本题主句的主语the party和weather不一致，所以应把逗号后的部分处理成独立主格结构。weather与permit之间是主动关系，故用现在分词形式，答案选A。如果天气允许，聚会将在花园里举行
 。

29. A　本题考查形容词的比较结构。在as...as句型中，倍数需放在第一个as之前，故A正确。这家饭店还不及我们去的另一家的一半好
 。

30. D　本题考查情态动词。couldn't do sth.意为“不能做某事”；mustn't do sth.意为“禁止做某事”；shouldn't do sth.意为“不应该做某事”；needn't do sth.表示“没有必要做某事”。我没有必要用闹钟唤醒自己，因为每天早上6点火车都会在我家附近经过
 。

31. C　本题考查代词。Bill和Peter是两个人，所以其否定形式用neither。拉里想让比尔和彼得和他一起去野餐，但他们两个都不想去，因为他们要工作
 。

32. D　本题考查非谓语动词。此处是省略形式的时间状语从句，相当于when film is compared to such art forms as music and painting，这里film和compare之间是被动关系，故用过去分词，又因状语从句主语与主句一致，谓语为be动词，所以film和is被省略。电影的历史很短，尤其是当它和像音乐和绘画这样的艺术形式相比时
 。

33. C　本题考查动词时态。主句用过去完成进行时，表示过去一直在做某事，and后的部分也应为过去时，排除A。B为swim的过去分词，但前面缺少助动词，成分不完整，也可排除。“数字在我的眼前旋转”并不是发生在working on math之前，故也排除，答案选C。我整个下午都在做数学题，以至于那些数字开始在我的眼前旋转
 。

34. B　本题考查连词。so表示因果，or表示并列或作“否则”讲时表示结果，and表示并列，but表示转折。根据句意，此处应选B，or作“否则”讲。你别挡路，否则卡车过不去
 。

35. A　本题考查动词辨析。persuade意为“说服”；promise意为“许诺”；invite意为“邀请”；support意为“支持”。根据句意，可知这里是指什么都不能说服她，故选A。如果她不想去，无论你说什么都不能说服她
 。

第二节　完形填空


【综述】


本文是一篇说明文。作者认为肢体语言很强大，在进行跨文化交流时，肢体语言尤为重要。作者以拉美人和挪威人为例进行了阐述。最后给出的最好建议是：己所不欲，勿施于人。

36. B　本题考查副词辨析。straight意为“直接的”，loud意为“响亮的”，hard意为“困难的”，further意为“更远的”。这里是将肢体语言与言语作对比，突出肢体语言的重要性，因此合理推测是肢体语言比言语更“响亮”，也即表意更明确。故选B。

37. D　本题考查名词辨析。sound意为“声音”，invitation意为“邀请”，feeling意为“感觉”，message意为“信息”。该句意为：专家称，我们的身体传达的信息比我们意识到的还要多，这里主要在讲肢体语言的重要性，即肢体语言能传达大量信息，故选D。

38. D　本题考查动词辨析。hope意为“希望”，receive意为“接收”，discover意为“发现”，mean意为“表示…的意思”。该句意为：事实上，非言语交流所传达的信息，约占我们想要传达的全部信息的50%。what we really mean即“我们真正想要传达的信息”，其他三项填入文中都不合适，故选D。

39. C　本题考查形容词辨析。immediate意为“立即的”，misleading意为“误导的”，important意为“重要的”，difficult意为“困难的”。前一句提到肢体语言在交流中传达的信息达到约50%，这一句承前继续论述肢体语言的重要性：在进行跨文化交流中，肢体语言尤其重要，选项中符合上下文语境的只有important，故选D。

40. C　本题考查固定搭配。分析句子结构，空格处句子构成so...that句型，so形容程度，that后的部分表示结果：我们往往意识不到，提示前文应填入表示肢体语言与我们浑然一体的形容词，故选C。well，far和long均不合题意。so much意为“完全”。

41. A　本题考查副词或词组辨析。上一句指出：误解也由此产生，接着提到：不同社会对人与人之间距离的看法不同。可见这里是以人与人之间的距离为例，阐述为什么肢体语言会引起误解。故选表示举例的for example，答案为A。thus意为“因此”，表示因果，however意为“然而”，表示转折，in short意为“简言之”，表示引出结论，都不合题意。

42. B　本题考查名词辨析。由接下来两句中的关键词contact和touch，可知这里是概括不同社会对人与人之间距离的看法不同，故选B。trade意为“交易”，connection意为“联系”，greeting意为“问候”，和下文内容不相符，故排除。

43. C　本题考查形容词辨析。eye contact意为“眼神交流”，verbal意为“口头的”，bodily意为“身体的”，telephone意为“电话”。该处意为：北欧人通常甚至不喜欢和朋友有身体接触，文章的主旨是介绍肢体语言的重要性，因此可排除与主旨无关的telephone。另外，不喜欢和朋友有口头交流不符合逻辑，故也可排除verbal。由下一句中的touch each other a lot，可知这里是指身体接触，答案选C。

44. A　本题考查名词辨析。stranger意为“陌生人”，relative意为“亲戚”，neighbour意为“邻居”，enemy意为“敌人”。该句意为：北欧人通常甚至不喜欢和朋友有身体接触，肯定也不喜欢和陌生人有身体接触。与friends形成对比的只有strangers，故选A。

45. B　本题考查插入语。in other words意为“换句话说”，on the other hand意为“另一方面，但是”，in a similar way意为“按同样的方式”，by all means意为“一定，务必”。上句提到北欧人不喜欢身体接触，该句则说拉美人的身体接触很多，故应选表示转折的on the other hand，答案为B。

46. B　本题考查名词辨析。trouble意为“麻烦”，conversation意为“交谈，会话”，silence意为“沉默”，experiment意为“实验”。前面两句介绍了北欧人和拉美人在对待个人距离上的差异。这句由therefore引出推论：在谈话中，很可能拉美人跟着挪威人满屋子转，故选B。

47. D　本题考查动词辨析。根据上文，北欧人想要保持较远的距离，而拉美人则想要靠近对方。因此在对话中，挪威人会不断后退，而拉美人会紧紧跟着，由此可知答案选D。disturb意为“打扰”，help意为“帮助”，guide意为“引导”，都不合题意。

48. A　本题考查副词辨析。根据前面的分析，拉丁人为表示友好，会不断靠近对方，故选A。

49. C　本题考查动词词组辨析。北欧人希望保持距离，由此推断挪威人会将对方的不断靠近看做是粗鲁的行为，并不断后退，故选C。step forward意为“向前进”，go on意为“继续”，come out意为“出来”，都不合题意。

50. D　本题考查名词辨析。weakness意为“虚弱”，carelessness意为“粗心”，friendliness意为“友好”，coldness意为“冷漠”。分析句子结构，which指代挪威人的不断后退，这在拉美人看来，会是不友好的表现，故选D。

51. A　本题考查动词辨析。由下一句“言语信息只传达了其中的一部分”，可知这里是指人们谈话时会传达大量的信息，故选A。travel意为“旅行”，laugh意为“大笑”，think意为“想”，都不合语境。

52. A　本题考查形容词辨析。综合该段前两句话及文章主旨，可知这里是说肢体语言传达大量信息，再结合前文提到的“跨文化交流中，肢体语言尤其重要”，可知这里应填入different，故选A。

53. C　本题考查名词辨析。curiosity意为“好奇心”，excitement意为“兴奋”，misunderstanding意为“误解”，nervousness意为“紧张”。上一段举了挪威人和拉美人的例子，不同的习惯导致双方产生了误解：挪威人认为拉美人粗鲁，拉美人认为挪威人冷漠，因此双方来自不同文化时，很容易产生误解，故选C。

54. D　本题考查名词辨析。chance意为“机会”，time意为“时间”，result意为“结果”，advice意为“建议”。由obey the Golden Rule可知这句话是作者给出的建议，故选D。

55. B　本题考查动词辨析。notice意为“注意到”，treat意为“对待”，respect意为“尊敬”，please意为“使满意，使高兴”。该句意为：你想怎么被对待，就怎么对待他人，故选B。

肢体语言是无声、秘密但却是最强有力的语言。它比言语更响亮。专家称，我们的身体传达的信息比我们意识到的还要多。事实上，非言语交流所传达的信息约占我们想要传达的全部信息的50%。在进行跨文化交流中，肢体语言尤其重要。的确，肢体语言完全是我们的一部分，以至于我们往往意识不到。误解也由此产生。例如，不同社会对人与人之间距离的看法不同。北欧人通常甚至不喜欢和朋友有身体接触，肯定也不喜欢和陌生人有身体接触。拉美国家的人正相反，他们的身体接触很多。因此，谈话中，很可能会出现这样的场景：拉美人似乎跟着挪威人从房间的这头移动到那头。拉美人为了表示友好，不断靠近后者。而挪威人很可能把这看成是一种粗鲁的行为，会不断后退——而在拉美人看来，这却是冷漠的表示。

显而易见，当人们在交谈时，还会有很多事情正在发生。而这只有部分情况是以言语形式表现出来的。当双方来自不同文化时，很可能会产生误解。但是，无论在什么情况下，最好的建议是遵循这样一条黄金法则：己所不欲，勿施于人。

56. B　细节题，题干信息词为difficult to find和a wild bees' nest，定位到第一段第四句。根据Often，these nests are high up in trees，and it is difficult to find them（通常这些蜂巢都高高地位于树上，且很难被找到），可知选B。

57. C　词义题。在这个词所在句的附近找答案。前一句话说Once it has their attention，it flies through the forest，waiting from time to time for the curious animal or person as it leads them to the nest（一旦引起后者的注意，导蜂鸟就会穿过森林，不时停下来等一等好奇的人或动物，并以这种方式将之引到蜂巢前），这里出现了名词 animal or person，前一段末尾提到寻蜜的人有一个奇怪的帮手，就是导蜂鸟，所以选C。

58. A　细节题。此题问的导蜂鸟的特别之处，读完整篇文章后，我们会发现这些鸟特殊的地方是其觅食的方式。第二段结尾处提到当导峰鸟把寻找蜂蜜的人带到蜂巢处获取蜂蜜时，这也是它得到自己“一杯羹”的时候，即导蜂鸟以此方式觅食，故本题选A。

59. D　主旨题。本文是一篇说明文，说明对象是honey guide，重点介绍了它是如何帮助寻蜜者找到蜂蜜的，故选D。

产自非洲森林的蜂蜜不仅仅是一种天然的糖分，同时还异常香甜。绝大多数的人和动物都喜爱食用这种蜂蜜。然而，获得那种蜂蜜的唯一的办法，是找到一个野生蜂巢并从中取蜜。通常这些蜂巢都高高地位于树上，且很难被找到。可在非洲的部分地区，寻蜜的人和动物却有着一种奇怪而出乎意料的帮手——一种被称为“导蜂鸟”的小鸟。

导蜂鸟实际上并不喜欢蜂蜜，但却喜欢蜂房内的蜂蜡。蜂蜡深藏在蜂巢的内部，这些小鸟够不到。故而每当其发现一个合适的蜂巢时，它都期待外来的帮助。导蜂鸟会发出一种巨大的鸣叫声，吸引路过的动物和人的注意力。一旦引起后者的注意，导蜂鸟就会穿过森林，不时停下来等一等好奇的人或动物，并以这种方式将之引到蜂巢前。最终到达蜂巢时，“追随者们”去够取那些香甜的蜂蜜，而导蜂鸟会耐心地等在一旁守候。一些蜂蜜以及蜂蜡，会掉落在地上，这时，导蜂鸟就会飞上前去取走自己应得的那一份。

60. C　细节题。文章首段首句说About twenty of us had been fortunate enough to receive invitation to a film-studio to take part in a crowd-scene（我们中大概有二十人有幸被邀去影棚担任群众演员），故选C。

61. B　细节题。题干信息词为feel cold，定位到第二段末句。根据The picture looked so real that it made us feel cold（画面是如此的真实，让我们也感觉冷气逼人），可知选B。

62. A　推理题。题干信息词为three minutes，定位到末段末句。此段开头出现it was our turn next（下一场就轮到我们了），说明接下来的三分钟是“我们”上场表演的时刻，故选A。

我们中大概有二十人有幸被邀去影棚担任群众演员。尽管我们的“表演”不会持续多久，但我们却可以看到很多有意思的事儿。

当工作人员布置场景——在曲折的小径边上栽上树时，我们都远远地站在影棚的尽头。不久，灯光开启，巨大的摄影机也被推到了指定的位置。导演冲摄影师喊了句什么，接着又跟身边的两个著名演员交代了几句。影棚里很热，所以当我们看见以下的一幕时，都很惊讶：一个演员穿着厚厚的大衣开始沿着小径走。有一台大鼓风机开始将小的白羽毛吹到他身上，不一会树上也满是“雪”了；另外两台鼓风机开启，一股“强风”吹过树梢。画面是如此的真实，让我们也感觉冷气逼人。

63. B　细节题。由题干信息词get impatient定位到第一段末句。文章提到Several times I got struck behind a slow-moving truck，故答案选B。

64. A　细节题。由题干信息词turned red可定位到第二段第二句。根据...as I drove near the light，it turned red and I made a stop，可知作者的第一反应是停车，故答案选A。

65. D　主旨题，需要整体把握全文后作出回答。文章第四、五段是作者对自己为何不闯红灯的思考，第五段第二句说The whole construction of our society depends on mutual trust，选项D意思与之一致，故答案选D。

66. D　细节题。由题干信息词proud定位到最后一段。文章最后一段说I was so proud of myself for stopping for the red light that night，而前文并没有提到他的诺言，也没有提到作者当时很生气或顺从了自己的倾向，故排除A、B、C，答案选D。

67. A　段落主旨题。考查第一段的中心思想，即要寻找该段主要论点，一般会出现在段首。该段首句为Grown-ups are often surprised by how well they remember something they learned as children but have never practiced ever since（成年人经常会吃惊地发现，他们清楚地记得孩提时学的东西，然而这些东西自孩提以来却从未被练习过），故选A。

68. D　论证方法题。文中举了好几个例子来说明什么是超量学习法则，所以选D。

69. A　细节题。乘法口诀表是作者用来说明超量学习的效果的例子，所以选A。

70. B　细节题。由题干信息可定位到第四段。第四段提到The multiplication tables（乘法口诀表）are an exception to the general rule that we forget rather quickly the things that we learn in school（一个普遍的规则是：我们在学校学的东西会忘得飞快，但一个例外是乘法口诀表），后文的they指代上半句中出现的复数名词，只有B项中的the multiplication tables符合，故选B。

71. B　细节题。题干信息词为cramming，定位到末段。文中说By cramming，a student may learn the subject well enough to get by on the examination，but he is likely soon to forget almost everything he learned（通过突击学习，学生可能会把课程学得足够好来通过考试，但是他可能很快就会忘记几乎他学过的所有东西），故选B。

孩提时代，在我们早就学会游泳、骑自行车和打棒球之后，通常我们还会继续练习这些技能。我们会继续听或想起“一闪一闪亮晶晶”的诗句，以及关于灰姑娘和金发姑娘的童话故事。我们不仅是学习而且是超量学习。

一个普遍的规则是：我们在学校学的东西会忘得飞快，但一个例外是乘法口诀表，因为它是我们在孩提时代超量学习的另一样事物。

超量学习法则解释了为什么考前突击性学习，尽管可能勉强及格，却不是学习大学课程的一种满意方式。通过突击学习，学生可能会把课程学得足够好来通过考试，但是他可能很快就会忘记几乎他学过的所有东西。从另一方面来讲，进行少许的超量学习，对一个人未来的发展而言，也是非常有必要的。

三、全文评析

这是一封标准的申请信，考查书信的基本写作，结构基本分为三部分，即开头的自我介绍和来信目的、中间的申请理由和结尾的期待入选，结构清晰，难度不大，考查的话题也是考生比较熟悉的。在内容方面，信的重点部分应陈述自己参加的意图，题干的中文提示给出了两点，即向别人介绍中国和了解其他国家。此处适合进行细节的扩展，还可以运用因果、举例等方式丰富申请理由，展现考生的语言能力和写作功底。

本篇写作符合命题规律，注重对基础的考查，值得考生反复琢磨。

21. B　本题考查连词辨析。前半句说“我”很有经验，也有硕士学位，而后半句则说“我”找不到 _____ 工作，可见这里为转折关系，故选though引导让步状语从句，答案为B。as表示原因或伴随，if表示因果，when引导时间状语。

22. C　本题考查形容词辨析。successful意为“成功的”；extra意为“额外的”；satisfying意为“令人满意的”；convenient意为“方便的”。此处形容词形容work，结合前文提到的“我”很有经验，并拥有硕士学位，以及下文的make ends meet（维持生计），可知应选C。

23. A　本题考查动词辨析。drive意为“驾驶”；repair意为“维修”；take意为“乘坐”；design意为“设计”。结合后面的between bus runs可知是“我”是开校车谋生，故选A。

30. A　本题考查状语从句的连接词。in case意为“万一；以免，以防”；or else意为“否则”；as if意为“好像”；now that意为“既然”。根据语境，小女孩把耳环交给“我”保管，是考虑到万一有人认领，故选A。

31. B　本题考查动词辨析。hurt意为“伤害”；hit意为“撞击”；catch意为“抓住”；move意为“感动”。hit在这里表示“突然想到”，其他词无此用法，故选B。

32. B　本题考查名词辨析。feeling意为“感觉”；attention意为“注意力”；strength意为“力量，力气”；interest意为“兴趣”。该句意为：我过去把所有 _____ 都集中在了 _____ 不顺上，因此只有attention符合题意，故选B。

33. D　本题考查名词辨析。opinion意为“意见”；education意为“教育”；experience意为“经历；经验”；life意为“生活”。根据句意可知这里“我”在反思自己的人生态度，过去一直盯着生活中的不顺，故选D。

34. A　本题考查名词辨析。list意为“清单，列表”；book意为“书”；check意为“支票”；copy意为“拷贝”。由下一句中的the list可知这里选A。

35. D　本题考查动词辨析。connect意为“连接；联系”；turn意为“转向；变为”；keep意为“保持”；add意为“添加”。上一句提到“我”打算列出50件我感到高兴的事情，由该句more things可知应选D。

36. C　本题考查语境理解。由下一句中的she asked me...可知这个电话是打给“我”的，故选C。

41. D　段落主旨题。根据题干信息定位到第一段。文章首段首句说Cold weather can be hard on pets，just like it can be hard on people（正如人觉得寒冷的天气难捱，宠物也是如此），故选D。

42. A　推理题。题干信息词为stay with their pets，定位到第二段第二句。原文说“如果你不得不带它们出门的话，跟它们待在一起”，后一句则说When you are cold enough to go inside，they probably are too（当你冷得想回屋时，宠物可能也在这么想），故推知应该选A。

43. A　细节题。题干信息词为left on their own outdoors，定位到第三段。第三段倒数第二句说Sometimes owners don't realize that a water bowl has frozen and their pet can't get anything to drink（有时，主人并没有意识到水槽已经结冰，宠物喝不到水），接下来提到没有干净液态水喝的动物可能去喝脏水，故选A。

44. B　主旨题。文章的首段末句提到There are things you can do to keep your animal warm and safe（为保证宠物温暖、安全，你可以做以下事情），故选B。

正如人觉得寒冷的天气难捱，宠物也是如此。有时，主人忘记猫和他们一样，更习惯温暖的住所。有些主人会把宠物长时间留在室外，以为所有动物都习惯户外生存。这会让宠物面临生重病的危险。为保证宠物温暖、安全，你可以做以下事情：

天气不好时，尽量让宠物待在室内。如果你不得不带它们出门的话，跟它们待在一起。当你冷得想回屋时，宠物可能也在这么想。如果你必须要把它们长时间留在室外，保证它们有一个温暖、挡风的结实住处，有厚厚的垫子，充足的没有结冰的水。

46. C　代词题。根据题干信息定位到第四段。原句为It needs to be out far enough to catch the wind（…要足够多来借助风力），it 发出的动作是catch the wind，可推断其指代前文提到的the sail，故选C。

47. D　细节题。题干信息词sailing against the wind，定位到第五段。倒数第二句话说This is called tacking（这叫做抢风航行），故选D。

48. A　文章出处题。全文都是在介绍帆船航行，而且这个运动比较时髦，所以选A。

也许你认为帆船航行是一项高难度的运动，但其实这并不难学。你不必有多强壮，但你得很敏捷，还得懂得一些关于风的基本规律。

首先，问自己“风从哪里来？是从前面、后面还是侧面刮过来的？”在船上必须时刻关注这一点。风向会告诉你如何设置船帆。

让我们从来自后面的风开始说起。这意味着风跟船同向。那么你必须时刻保持帆位于船外，跟船成90度角。这样才能最好地利用风力。

如果风从侧面吹来，也就是风刮过船身。在这种情况下，你要让一半的帆位于船外，和船成45度角。露出船身的帆要足够多来借助风力，但是不能摆动，不该像旗杆上的国旗。如果帆摆动，很有可能是露出船身的帆太多了，船也会慢下来。

49. C　细节题。题干信息词为smile和in the U.S.，定位到第一段第二句。文中提到In American culture the smile is in general an expression of pleasure（美国文化中，微笑通常表示愉悦），故选C。

50. B　细节题。题干信息词为Vietnamese，定位到首段末尾。文章说越南人可能会讲一个悲伤的故事，但却会用微笑结尾。题干问作者提到这一点的原因，需要找到这个例子支持的观点，前一句提到“在东南亚文化中，微笑经常用于掩饰痛苦的感觉”，越南属于东南亚国家，所以选B。

51. B　细节题。题干信息词为“read”，定位到第二段。该段首句说Our faces show emotions，but we should not attempt to “read” people from another culture as we would “read” someone from our own culture（面部表情透露情感，但我们不应该像解读与自己处于同一文化中的他人的表情一样，来解读来自另一文化中的人的表情），故选B。

52. C　主旨题。整篇文章围绕facial expression展开，所以选C。

面部表情传递的信息，是由情境和人际关系决定的。例如，美国文化中，微笑通常表示愉悦，但是它还有其他意思。一位女士对警官微笑，其传达的信息就跟她对小孩的微笑不同。微笑可以表示爱或礼貌，也能隐藏真实情感。跨文化交际中这经常引起困惑。比如，许多俄国人认为在公共场合对陌生人微笑是异常甚至不合礼仪的行为。然而许多美国人可以在公共场合随意朝陌生人微笑（尽管这在大城市中不那么常见）。一些俄国人认为美国人在错误的场合微笑；一些美国人则认为俄国人对微笑太过吝啬。在东南亚文化中，微笑经常用于掩饰痛苦的感觉。越南人可能会讲一个悲伤的故事，但却用微笑结尾。

面部表情透露情感，但我们不应该像解读与自己处于同一文化中的他人的表情一样，来解读来自另一文化中的人的表情。事实上，来自某一种文化的成员，与来自另一种文化的成员相比，不会公开地表露自己的情感，但这并不意味着他们没有情感。相反，在允许做的面部表情的数量方面存在文化差异。例如，在公共场合或正式场合，许多日本人并不像美国人那样随意表露自己的情感。但和朋友在一起时，日本人和美国人在表露情感方面似乎相差无几。

由于美国的个人差异和文化差异，很难概括出美国人及其面部表情的一般规律。与其他人相比，似乎来自美国特定文化背景的人面部表情更多。关键是，对表达感情方式不同的人来说，不要试图对他们做出评判。如果我们按照自己的文化习惯来判断他人，我们也许会犯错，并错误地解读他人。

56. B　细节题。信息词为named after，定位到最后一段。原文提到Lucy，her name taken from a Beatles song（露西这一名字来自甲壳虫乐队的歌曲），故选B。

仁慈的家长不知不觉就会让孩子们在面对失败时毫无抵抗之力。出生于1980年到2001年之间的这一代人，在运动中长大，分数和表现不受重视，因为“每个人都是赢家”。他们的成绩单比以前任何时候都要积极正面。因此，斯坦福大学的教授卡萝尔·德威克博士称这一代人是“被过度褒奖的一代”。

德威克四十年来一直在研究人们如何面对失败。她的研究使她发现两种明显不同的心态，而心态对我们如何面对失败有很大的影响。以下是两种心态的影响：

例如：比赛只持续了通常时间的一半。

The games lasted only half the normal time.

④each在文中充当we的同位语。


2. 句型分析


①Then the cake will be cut...

这里使用了被动语态。考生应该在写作当中适当使用被动语态，以增强句型的灵活性和多样性。

②It'll be nice to see how excited he will be.

复合句的使用是本篇文章的亮点之一，建议考生在写作实践中使用。类似的句子还有：

It'll be wonderful to see how excited he will be.

三、全文评析

本题的体裁为应用文之邀请信，内容难度不大，贴近日常生活，要求学生对所给要点进行准确的表述。考生比较容易将要点信息表达出来，但是这种邀请信不利于考生发挥，想写出复杂、漂亮的句型不太容易。因此在平时的写作练习中，积累高分句型和语法长难句是十分必要的。通过对样文的分析我们可以发现，在内容丰富的基础之上，必要的逻辑连接词是构建文章框架不可缺少的要素。考生在平时的练习中同样要注重语言的锤炼，学会使用合适的连接词，将多种语态运用到写作中，以体现文章的逻辑性和语言多变性。

对于书信写作，重在平时积累和练习，考生可以利用历年真题进行有针对性的训练。

22. C　本题考查时态。本题旨在考查时间状语从句中的“主将从现”，主句为将来时，从句用现在时代替将来时。需要注意的是高中阶段常考查从句为现在完成时，表示该动作发生在主句动作之前，在翻译时可增译出“已经”。等你读完这本书，饭就该凉了
 。

23. D　本题考查句子结构。本题设了一个陷阱，乍一看选项好像是考查非谓语动词，但实际上是考查考生and连接的成分。and连接的成分可能与谓语动词learns或动名词making并列，分别对应A、D两个选项。选择A项则意为correct是主语发出的动作，但them无法指代a language，故排除。由此可知them指代mistakes，故其前动词形式应与making形式一致，所以选D。人通过不断犯错和改错来学习语言
 。

24. C　本题考查名词性从句（宾语从句）。本题与09年江苏高考题28题如出一辙，只是考点不同：

名词性从句中若从句成分完整，则根据句意选择连接词。若不缺表示“为什么、怎样”等成分，则用that连接。所以本题选C。杰里并不后悔做出评论，但是觉得他本可以换种方式表达

25. B　本题考查时态。本题前半句点明时态为过去时，那么后半句也应发生在过去，因此将排除C。but表转折说明乔治没有去看他，事情已经发生，这里是陈述过去的事实，因此选B。乔治说他第二天会来学校看我，但是他没有
 。

26. B　本题考查定语从句（非限定性定语从句）。本题主句成分完整，且选项提示我们此题考查定语从句。分析空格后的句子成分，可知定语从句中缺少was的表语，且空格前有逗号，故选which。当他集中精力工作时——这种情况经常发生，他总是废寝忘食
 。

30. D　本题考查时态。本题较难，题干给出的信息较少，但若从考查时态题的标志——时间状语上入手，over the weeks that followed意为“接下来的几周里”，陈述的是已经发生的事情，应选用一般过去时，答案为D。我们的友谊在接下来的几周里迅速发展

31. A　本题考查句子结构。同23题，本题乍一看选项好像是在考查非谓语动词，但实际上是考查考生对于祈使句句子结构的掌握。考生若能识别before是状语从句连接词，便可想到空格处填入的应该是动词原形，所以选A。另外，祈使句中也常用or或and引出结果，如：Study hard，and you will pass the exam.或Study hard，or you will fail the exam. 请您在进入我的房间前先敲门
 。

32. A　本题考查非谓语动词。本题考查非谓语动词作目的状语，通常有两种考查形式：一是空格置于句首，to do与主句用逗号隔开；二是空格置于句中，主句与to do之间无逗号间隔，译为“为了”。本题即为第二种考查形式。有时鸟鸣是警告其他鸟不要靠近

35. B　本题考查虚拟语气。本题不难。高考北京卷从10年前就开始考查虚拟语气，今年试题中对虚拟语气的考查更是在情理之中。和往年不同的是本题没有考查混合条件句里虚拟语气，而是直接由if引出。as if意为“仿佛，好像”，其后内容若与事实相反则用虚拟语气，明显花瓶不是钢做的，故用一般过去时表示与现在事实相反，因此选择B。不要像花瓶是钢做的似的那么对待它

36. C　本题考查名词辨析。空格前的my提示此处应填入名词，谓语动词是后面的took on a vivid form。空格部分意为：我的_____生动地呈现了出来，也即我的_____变得生动具体，下一句出现了dream一词，而本文也都是在讲小女孩立志成为一名舞蹈演员的梦想，所以答案是C“梦想”。hobby意为“爱好”，plan意为“计划”，word意为“单词”，都不合题意。

37. C　本题考查动词辨析。空格处的主语为承前省略的I，后接介词to，expose to意为“接触；暴露”符合题意，因此选C。sb. be exposed to sth.意为“某人接触某物；某人暴露在某物之下”。connect意为“连接”，expand意为“扩展”，extend意为“延伸”，都不能用来形容I，故排除。

38. B　本题考查副词辨析。rarely意为“很少地，难得”，certainly意为“肯定地”，probably意为“可能地”，consistently意为“一贯地”。该句后半句由but引出，且出现了否定词never，可知前半句与后半句间为转折关系，且应为肯定，故排除A。根据常识，随着年龄的增长人的兴趣一般会发生改变，因此排除表示可能的C。这里并没有提到小女孩之前或之后是否发生了兴趣转变，因此“一贯地”无从说起，排除D。很多考生可能会觉得选“肯定地”太过绝对，但考虑上下文的语境，这里采用了让步的语气，即“随着我慢慢长大，接触面越来越广，虽然我对舞蹈世界的兴趣确实发生了改变，但是，那个小女孩的梦想——有朝一日成为一名首都舞蹈公司的舞蹈演员——却始终没有远离我”。

39. D　本题考查名词辨析。此题比较简单，文章第一句就指出了女孩的梦想是成为一名舞蹈演员，所以答案是D。director意为“导演”，trainer意为“培训师”，leader意为“领导”。

40. D　本题考查名词辨析。由下句可知，“我”成了这家公司的一员，也即“我”的梦想成为了现实，答案是D。symbol意为“象征”，memory意为“记忆”，truth意为“真理，事实”。

41. B　本题考查动词词组辨析。bounce back意为“反弹；迅速恢复活力”，date back意为“追溯到”，turn back意为“往回走”，track不能与back搭配。根据句意可知选B，指这家公司的历史可追溯到1925年。其余选项均不合题意。

42. A　本题考查动词辨析。本题难度较大。空格后接的名词为sense，若选make则构成make sense搭配，表示“有意义；讲得通”，但any一般用于否定句，故make可排除，答案选A。下一句出现的disbelief指出“我”不相信这一切是真的，也即这一切缺少现实感（sense of reality）。

43. C　本题考查连词。解答本题必须注意前后句之间的关系，空格之前部分意为“我想我一直处于一种不敢相信这一切是真的的快乐状态中”，空格后部分意为“第一天的排练进行了一半”。until意为“直到”，形容一种状态的结束，符合题意，故选C。

44. B　本题考查动词辨析。上文提到“我”不相信这一切是真的，也就是从来没有“预料”到能得到这份工作，所以选B。

45. D　本题考查形容词辨析。motivated意为“积极的”，relaxed意为“放松的”，convinced意为“确信的”，astonished意为“震惊的”。前一句提到，“我”从来没有想过能得到这份工作，由此可知，获得这份工作“我”很吃惊，故选D。

46. A　本题考查名词辨析。这句话为双重否定结构，而双重否定代表肯定，it did not come without its fair share of _____ 相当于it did come with its fair share of _____。其中it指代the chance，有机遇必定有“挑战”，由下文内容也可知“我”面临一系列的挑战，所以选A。profit意为“利润”，advantage意为“优势”，adventure意为“冒险”。

47. D　本题考查动词词组辨析。put up意为“张贴”，mix up意为“混合”，build up意为“建立”，pick up意为“学会，掌握；捡起”。该处意为：我发现集中全部精力迅速_____排练内容至关重要。所以A、B、C都不合理，正确答案是D。pick up可以表示“学习，掌握”，例如：I picked up a few words of Greek when I was there last year.（我去年在希腊的时候学到了几个希腊单词。）

48. A　本题考查名词辨析。attention意为“注意，关注”，association意为“联系”，attraction意为“吸引”，adaptation意为“适应”。空格前extreme，后接介词to，根据句意“对细节的高度_____”，可知答案选A。

49. A　本题考查副词词组辨析。set apart意为“分开；区别”，set aside意为“留出，拨出”，set off意为“出发”，set back意为“推迟；使受阻碍”。该句意为：对细节的高度关注和排练的压力让我们_____。由此可知选A。

50. C　本题考查介词。空格前高强度的排练，空格后面紧张的日程安排，是“我”要同时面对的两个方面，故选表示并列的with，答案为C。

51. B　本题考查名词辨析。function意为“功能”，meaning意为“含义”，expression意为“表达”，usage意为“用法”。该处意为：跟上高强度的排练以及一天多达五场演出的紧张日程安排，我发现了“努力工作”的新_____。由此可知只有B符合文意。

52. A　本题考查名词辨析。boundary意为“界线”，problem意为“问题”，barrier意为“障碍”，effort意为“努力”。空格处由形容词physical修饰，且后面的谓语为were pushed further（不断被突破），因此可排除B、C和D，所以答案是A，即突破了身体上的极限。boundary在高考试题中出现的频率极低，此题难度较大。

53. D　本题考查省略结构。necessary意为“必要的，必需的”，perfect意为“完美的”，proper意为“合适的”，possible意为“可能的”。分析该处结构，my physical boundary were pushed much further than I thought _____，than前面句子成分完整，further为比较级，与than后面的部分形成比较，结合选项可知答案为D，即突破身体极限，完全超过了“我”认为可能的程度。

54. B　本题考查名词辨析。空格后为 of being a part of，后一个of后省略了the unbelievable company，能够成为这家公司的一员，可推知“我”一定深感荣幸，所以选B。

55. C　本题考查名词辨析。victory意为“胜利”，trend意为“趋势”，tradition意为“传统”，desire意为“欲望”。空格处为that引导的定语从句的先行词，能够概括后文that从句内容的只有C。

57. C　细节题。题干信息词为Basic Math和benefit，定位到第四段，然后逐一核对四个选项中哪一项是对原文的同义转述。A选项意为“更强的想象力”，而第四段最后一句提到they will strengthen their ability to accept new and exciting mathematical challenges（这也会增强他们接受新的、激动人心的数学挑战的能力），故A犯了偷换概念的错误，排除；B选项意为“额外的演讲技巧”，D选项中意为“成为老师的机会更大”，文中均没有提到，犯了无中生有的错误，也可排除；第四段第二句提到face their studies with more confidence than they ever imagined（面对自己的学习也会比想象中更有信心），C选项意为“学习数学时更有信心”，属于对原文的同义改写，故正确答案为C。

58. B　推理题。题干信息词为Professor H. Siegel，定位到第五、六段。A选项说他是肯塔基教育电视台的客座教授，而原文第五段第一句只提到H.西格尔教授被肯塔基州教育电视台誉为“全美最佳数学老师”，故排除；B选项说他讲授基础数学的30堂课，原文首段提到的these 30 fantastic lectures，第五、六段指出了授课老师是H. Siegel，故B正确；C选项说他在乔治亚州立大学工作，而原文第六段指出他获得了乔治亚州立大学的数学教育博士学位，目前在中央亚利桑那学院教数学，故排除；D选项说他专门培训老师，原文第六段提到他不仅给小学教师做培训，也教授补习班，故也可排除。

59. D　推理题。文章结尾指出：如果您对该课程感到不是完全满意，可以轻松调换我们提供的其他课程，也可以要求退款，结合文中对课程和授课老师的介绍，可知这是一篇广告，答案选D。

基础数学从相对简单的概念开始，逐渐过渡到一些复杂的内容，以便学生稳步掌握所学知识。这些课程使学生有机会弄懂那些看起来令人生畏的数学知识。这些课程还能为学生学习大学数学，克服他们在学数学这门神奇（其实完全能理解）的课程的忧虑心情打下基础。

在课程结束时，学生能够更好地理解基础数学。对他们而言，数学的神秘感将不复存在，他们面对自己的学习也会比想象中更有信心。此外，这也会增强他们接受新的、激动人心的数学挑战的能力。

H. 西格尔教授被肯塔基州教育电视台誉为“全美最佳数学老师”，专注于教育，有能力将数学概念讲解得简明易懂。从基础的具体概念到抽象数学难题，他的讲解都深受学生欢迎，不会让学生觉得高深莫测。

B　细节题。题干信息词是classmates和report，定位到文章的首段首句。根据Proudly reading my words，I glanced around the room，only to find my classmates bearing big smiles on their faces and tears in their eyes（我一边自豪地朗读自己的报告，一边扫视了一下教室，结果却发现同学们个个乐不可支，几乎要笑出泪来），不难推断出同学们觉得“我”的报告很荒谬、可笑，所以选B。A选项意为“有争议的”，C选项意为“无聊的”，D选项意为“令人困惑的”，均可排除。

61. A　细节题。题干信息词为confused about the task，定位到第二段。根据Since my idea of history came from an ancient teacher in my home country，I had never heard of that name before（在我的祖国，我是跟一个老教师学的历史，我以前从没有听说过这个名字），可知作者不熟悉美国历史，不知道乔治·华盛顿是谁，所以选A。

62. D　词义题。词义题需确保所选选项代入上下文中语义合理。文中第一段结尾即提出疑问“大家为什么会有这样的反应？”第二段作者回忆了做作业的前后情形，也是想要弄清问题所在；第三段承接第一段，继续描写他做报告时同学和老师的反应，可见作者一直想知道问题究竟出在哪里，burning也是描写作者的这一心理活动的，因此选项中只有eager（急切的）符合上下文语境，答案选D。

63. B　细节题。题干信息词为turned things around，定位到最后一段。最后一段指出，作者在向兰斯洛特小姐要求重做作业时遭到了拒绝，故答案还需接着往下找，第五句提到I threw myself heartily into my work（我全身心地投入到刻苦学习中），结果才换来了后来的校长说“我”可以跳级，因此正确答案是B“通过自己的努力”。


渺小至此


我一边自豪地朗读自己的报告，一边扫视了一眼教室，结果却发现同学们个个乐不可支，几乎要笑出泪来。我很迷惑，又看了一眼板着脸的老师。我别无选择，慢慢地举起自己费了好大劲写出来的报告，想把自己藏起来。“大家为什么会有这样的反应？”

显而易见，我的成绩很低。我伤心极了，大胆地决定要做出补救。我找到兰斯洛特小姐，说明了情况，但她坚持：不能重做，也不能重新评分。我觉得这种惩罚实在太不公平了，而且我相信她应该再给我一次机会。于是，这个学年的其余时间里，我全身心地投入到刻苦学习中。十个月之后，机会来了：我和爷爷坐在校长办公室里，这次谈的可是另外一回事。当校长告诉我可以跳过六年级时，我笑了，又回想起了开学时那尴尬的时刻。公平的滋味真好！

64. A　细节题。文章一开头就指出，在压力下，大脑会关注快乐的一面并忽视决定可能带来的负面后果，故选A。

65. A　细节题。题干信息词为research和affects，定位到第二段。根据stress may change the way people make choices in predictable ways（压力可能会改变人们以可预知的方式做出选择），故选A。

66. D　细节题。题干信息词为 stressful situation，定位到倒数第二段最后一句话。根据In stressful situations in which risk-taking can pay off big，men may tend to do better；when caution weighs more，however，women will win（在有压力的情况下，如果冒险能带来巨大收获，男性倾向于做得更好；然而当谨慎更重要时，女性则会胜出），D选项说男性更倾向于冒险，与原文内容相符，故选D。


压力下的决策


一则基于研究的新评论指出，巨大的压力会影响大脑权衡利弊的方式，会使它更关注一个决定令人高兴的那方面而忽视决定可能带来的负面后果。

这项研究暗示，压力可能会改变人们以可预知的方式做出选择。

玛拉·马瑟教授说：“压力影响人们的学习方式。在压力之下，与消极结果相比，人们对积极结果的记忆更牢固。”

例如，最近的两项研究观察了人们如何将影像与奖励或惩罚联系在一起。在一次实验中，一些参与者要承受在观众面前做演讲和做数学难题的压力；另一个实验中，人们要承受把手放在冰水中的压力。在两种情况下，与没有承受压力的人相比，承受压力的参与者对奖励材料的记忆更清晰准确，对惩罚材料的记忆则不太清晰准确。

对在压力之下抵制吃饼干或吸烟的人来说，这个现象很可能并不出乎意料——在这些情况下，大脑中只会记起这些活动快乐的一面。但是这些发现进一步暗示，压力可以具有双重效应。人们不仅仅会牢牢记住奖励的经历，那些消极后果也不易被想起。

这项研究还发现，压力似乎在影响男女决策时存在差异。虽然在压力之下，男性和女性都倾向于关注奖励而不是后果，但事实证明他们对风险的反应是不同的。

经历了冰水压力实验的男性倾向于冒更多的风险，女性的反应则截然相反。在有压力的情况下，如果冒险能带来巨大收获，男性倾向于做得更好；然而当谨慎更重要时，女性则会胜出。

当决策有风险时，女性放慢速度或变得更加谨慎的趋势，可能也有助于解释为什么与男性相比，女性不太可能上瘾：她们可能更经常避免做冒险的选择，因此也更不易上瘾。

67. B　细节题。题干信息词为John Sauven，定位到第二段。第二段结尾给出了约翰·舒文的观点，这些“生态系统所发挥的功能”远远超过了开发所带来的收益，即在他看来，开发荒野得不偿失，符合这一观点的只有B选项。

68. C　主旨题。根据题干信息很容易定位到第三段。第三段主要介绍了李·莱恩的观点，根据第二句话But that is not，he argues，a reason to avoid all human presence，or indeed commercial and industrial exploitation（但是他认为这不是阻止人类涉足所有地区的理由，或者确切地说是阻止商业或工业开发的理由），其中that指代上一句话中的wildernesses do provide useful services（荒野的确发挥了有用的功能），即荒野的功能不是阻止人类开发荒野的理由，C选项意思与之一致，故为答案。

69. A　观点态度题。文章中列举了两种截然相反的观点，接着在第四段首句指出I look forward to seeing these views taken further，and to their being challenged by the other participants（我希望看到这些观点继续深入下去，也希望看到其他参与者的质疑），以及接下来对两种观点的评价，如两种观点都需要在考虑精神价值层面的问题时更直接一些，可知作者的态度是客观的，答案为A选项。

70. D　篇章结构题。文章首句引出了话题——荒野保护，接下来分别介绍了两种截然相反的观点，然后对两种观点进行了评论，最后给出了自己的结论，可以得出答案为D选项。


荒野


“在荒野中保存世界。”这是某位作家的名言，这位作家被视为环境保护主义之父。这句名言被引用的频率反映了环境保护方面的激烈讨论：是否应将荒野置于环境保护的核心。

正如英国绿色和平组织的约翰·舒文所说，原生态的荒野景色具有强烈的吸引力；与其他任何事物相比，它们代表的大自然气息是很多人最珍视的。使承载这些景色的荒野保持原生态的呼吁声很强烈，而开发给这些景观带来的危险也是实实在在的。一些荒野所发挥的功能也正是人类需要的——比如雨林就储存着大量的碳。对于舒文先生来说，这些“生态系统所发挥的功能”远远超过了开发所带来的收益。

赫德森研究所的访问学者李·莱恩却持相反观点。他承认荒野的确发挥了有用的功能，如水源保护等。但是他认为这不是阻止人类涉足所有地区的理由，或者确切地说是阻止商业或工业开发的理由。地球上的人类越来越多，他们理应并有权利要求更好的生活，而不仅仅是维持生存。尽管资源利用的方式已经有所改进，但对原材料的需求仍不断增长，而一些荒野就拥有大量的原材料。他认为，如果能够在不影响这些荒野所发挥的功能的前提下开发它们，就没有进一步的理由不去这样做。原生态本身，并不是一个比其他因素更值得重视的特征。

我希望看到这些观点继续深入下去，也希望看到其他参与者的质疑。浮现在我的脑海中的一个质疑是，两种观点都需要在考虑精神价值层面的问题时更直接一些。另外还有一个实际的问题是，是否可以开发荒野却不造成危害？

这个话题不仅需要我们自由地表达自己的感情，还需要理性的指导。在保护世界的问题上荒野应该占据什么样的位置？很明显，这个问题值得我们进行更严肃的思考。

第二节

第一步　分析空格

71. 本题位于段落中间。空格前一句指出大学生的共鸣锐减，后一句说人们独处的时间更长了，也不参加集体活动了，故猜测71空填入的可能是共鸣锐减的原因，并且可能与下一句的独处时间长、集体活动少有关。

72. 本题位于第二段的末尾。空格前一句连续出现了三个与共鸣相反的表达：fighting，competing和with no respect，故猜测72空填入的很可能是这些现象对人们共鸣的影响。

73. 本题位于第三段的中间。空格前一句指出，彼此相互联系是人类的天性，空格后一句说能产生共鸣的青少年有较强的自尊心，故猜测73空应填入empathy对人类意味着什么的句子。

74. 本题位于第四段的中间。本段首句提出empathy的重要性的另一个分论点，即拥有empathy是好的领导的标志。空格前一句即本段第二句举例说明公司对共鸣的重视，后一句则说情商决定了人生的成功，由此推测74空填入的内容将情商和共鸣联系了起来。

75. 本题位于第五段的末尾。该段的主旨句为提高情商的最好方法是什么，空格前一句就初学者给出了建议：收起戒备心，倾听他人，由此推测75空填入的内容很可能是解释这么做的原因。

第二步　分析选项

选项A意为“人与人是不同的，人与人之间拥有共鸣的程度不同”。关键词是different和levels，文章中没有提到共鸣的程度，故可先排除。

选项B末尾的researchers与71题前一句中的researchers from the University of Michigan契合，其中have replaced face time with screen time与71题的后一句意思一致，故71题选B。

选项C中doesn't develop empathy与75题后一句的to really develop empathy形成对照，故可先确定75题选C。

选项D的关键信息为example和examples...are anything but empathetic，与72题后一句中的bad examples相契合，因此可确定72题选D。

选项E为empathy的定义，但文章第一段第二句已经给出了empathy的定义：the ability to understand other people，且此处定义与文中不同，因此可以排除。

选项F将empathy与emotional intelligence（情商）联系了起来，这与74题所要求填入的内容一致，因此可确定74题选F。

选项G指出了与他人交往是人类的一个重要方面，且共鸣对人际关系至关重要，这与73题空前的Humans are socially related by nature相契合，且与73题后指出的empathy重要性吻合，因此可确定73题选G。

要真正培养共鸣，你最好去一家疗养院或医院做志愿者，参加会员多样化的俱乐部或小组，与家人建立“分享圈子”，或者花时间在动物收养所照顾宠物。

②the Temple of Heaven为著名景点“天坛”，考生应该积累一些常见旅游景点的英文表达，以更好地应对考试。北京其他著名景点有故宫（the Forbidden City）、长城（the Great Wall）、颐和园（the Summer Palace）、鸟巢（the Bird Nest）等。

③directly，副词，意为“直接地”，这里指20路公交车可以直达，考生应注意文章中副词的使用。

④appreciate，动词，表示“感激，感谢”，可替换常见简单词thank，其名词appreciation也很常见，例如“表达真挚的感激之情”的英文表达为express sincere appreciation。

⑤satisfaction，名词，表示“满足”。


2. 句型分析


Seeing them on the bus，I felt a kind of satisfaction.

非谓语动词短语作状语可以算是情景作文高分句型之一，在写作时用途很广。例如：

站在站台上，我向祖父母挥手道别，我为他们感到开心，并祝他们一路平安。

Waving good-bye to my grandparents on the platform，I felt happy for them and wished them a safe journey.

三、全文评析

本篇情景作文中规中矩，沿袭近年北京卷出题模式，由四幅图展开故事情节，整体难度适中，考生有话可说，亦有发挥余地，体现北京卷考查书面表达的特色。今年考查的话题是助人为乐。四幅图的要点分别为：发现帮助对象、询问帮助对象、告诉他们线路、帮忙后分别。考生在写出每幅图的要点的基础上，可以增加适当的细节扩充，以使文章显得充实而饱满。例如心理描写、环境描写、补充适当对话等扩充方式均可接受。总之，考生在平时练习时要注意积累和归纳总结，掌握情景作文的写作方法。

I think the white pencil，looking proud and delighted，is laughing at the black pencil by saying “You're nearing the end!” The black pencil，on the other hand，remains calm. The white pencil's words let him fall into deep thoughts. He clearly remembers he has been used in writing and drawing. 该句使用了典型的插入语。“on the other hand”表示转折，类似的转折词也可以作为插入语在写作中出现。例如：

然而，其他的同学持相反观点。（however）

The rest of students，however，hold the opposite view.

三、全文评析

2012年北京卷开放作文简单却不乏创新之处。题目中将两者进行对比，学生容易下笔。创新之处在于图中加入了描述文字。整篇作文可从多个角度立意，例如年轻人应该尊重老年人、肯定别人曾经做出的贡献、学会换位思考、身处优势地位应该有清醒的认识、不要在意别人的苛责等，只需必要的论证支持即可。

总之，今年开放作文出题思路稳中求变，求新，是考生备考2013高考必做的模拟练习。考生要抓住图画寓意，联系自身，从图画中悟出人生哲理，体会出题者的良苦用心。

24. C　本题考查动词时态。if从句用一般现在时表示假设条件，主句用将来时表示可能发生的结果。根据主句的时态可知本题选C。如果我们现在不采取行动保护环境，我们会遗憾一辈子
 。

25. A　本题考查副词短语的含义。still less是固定短语，意思是“更不用说；何况”。托尼几乎不会煮鸡蛋，更不用说做饭了
 。

26. D　本题考查名词性从句。空格处引导的从句作found的宾语，且在从句内部充当主语，故应填入名词性从句的引导词。在名词性从句中，what指物，which 表示“哪一个”。警察找到的似乎是遗失了的古代雕像
 。

27. A　本题考查动词时态。题干中的but表转折。由but前的分句：我第一次见到布莱恩的时候不喜欢他，可以推知but后分句的意思是“但现在喜欢他”，证明想法已经改变，故用现在完成时。当我第一次见到布莱恩的时候我不喜欢他，但我现在已经改变想法了
 。

28. B　本题考查省略的用法。“被要求做某事”用be asked to do sth.表示，空格处本应填入 not to park his car near the roadside，但为避免重复，需省略相同的谓语和宾语。故本题选B。司机想把车停在路边，但警察要求他不要这样做
 。

29. C　本题考查情态动词含义。would not在这里表示“即使某人努力让某事发生，某事就是不发生”，即为“偏不”的意思。无论她怎么用力推，门就是打不开
 。

30. B　本题考查动词短语辨析。put up意为“举起；张贴”；put on意为“穿上；上演”；put off意为“推迟”。与题干意思均不符，可排除。put in意为“使…加入，使…进入”，符合句意。在最后一刻，汤姆决定添加一个新角色以使故事显得更加真实
 。

31. A　本题考查冠词的用法。第一个空格后的independence意为“独立”，是不可数名词，前面不加冠词。第二个空格后的struggle意为“斗争”，是可数名词，且为第一次提到，故应填入不定冠词a。印度在经过一段长期的斗争之后，在1947年获得独立
 。

32. D　本题考查连词含义。根据题干意思可知此处应填入表示转折关系的连词。故可排除A、B、C三个选项。while意为“然而”，表示转折和对比。没办法知道为什么一个人能有如此重要的发现，然而另一个聪明的人却失败了
 。

33. C　本题固定搭配。as the saying goes 为固定搭配，意为“俗话说，常言道”。正如那句古老的谚语所说的，“人不可貌相”
 。

34. D　本题考查介词含义。against有“对抗”的含义，在这里表示同时间赛跑。完成这个项目真的是在和时间赛跑。幸运的是，我们赢了
 。

35. A　本题考查非谓语动词。句子谓语动词为系动词is，所以空格处应填入非谓语动词。光线（sunlight）应该是“主动投射”，故填入现在分词形式throwing。阳光炽白炫目，在地上投下浓重的阴影
 。

本文是一篇记叙文。文章讲述了作者参加了一次周日残疾体验活动，通过对自己几个小时使用轮椅的详细描述，说明了残疾人生活的不易。文章的最后给了我们这样的启示：残疾人必须克服心理和身体上的挑战。

36. C　考查形容词短语的含义。根据空格后面的the problems faced by disabled people可知，活动的目的是为了让我们“意识”到残疾人面临的问题。curious about意为“对…感到好奇”；interested in意为“对…感兴趣”；aware of意为“知道，意识到”；careful with意为“小心…”。故应选C。

37. C　考查动词词义辨析。根据下文Some members...Others wore...可知作者被要求“挑选”一种残疾，而不是“治愈”、“防止”或“分析”。cure意为“治愈”；prevent意为“防止，预防”；adopt意为“采用；挑选”；analyze意为“分析”。根据句意，可知应选C。

38. D　考查语境理解。根据最后一段第一句中的My wheelchair experiment...可知，作者选择使用轮椅。故此句意为：有些人选择了轮椅，比如我。instead意为“反而，却”；strangely意为“奇怪地”；as usual意为“像平常一样”；like me意为“比如我”。D正确。

39. A　考查形容词词义辨析。learning意为“学习（上）的”；working意为“工作上的；起作用的”；satisfying意为“令人满意的”；relaxing意为“使人放松的”。根据后句I had never considered before how...和该段最后一句的感慨可知，作者认为坐在轮椅上就是一次“学习”的经历，而不是“工作”经历或“令人满意”、“令人放松”的经历。故A正确。

40. B　考查形容词词义辨析。根据第二段的描述可知，以前作者从未意识到使用轮椅有多么的“笨拙”。convenient意为“方便的”；awkward意为“笨拙的，难操纵的”；boring意为“枯燥的”；exciting意为“令人激动的，使人兴奋的”。故本题选B。

41. D　考查名词词义辨析。状语从句部分As soon as I sat down提示，轮椅是当作者一坐下去的时候就动，显然能让轮椅动起来的不可能是作者的身高或技巧，而是作者的体重。force也有“力”的意思，但一般表示“力量；权力；武力”等，不能指人的体重，所以最佳答案是D。height意为“高度”；skill意为“技巧”；weight意为“重量，体重”。

42. A　考查动词词义辨析。后句中的Then提示：本句是对上句轮子为什么会转动的解释，显然因为轮子未被锁住。分析选项，locked意为“锁，锁上”；repaired意为“修理”；powered意为“发动”；grasped意为“抓住”，均不符合句意，可排除，故选A。

43. B　考查名词词义辨析。根据下文“费了好长时间我才让金属footrest（脚蹬）归位”可知，这时的作者不知道把自己的脚放在哪里，毕竟是健康人在模拟残疾人的生活。故本题选B。

44. A　考查名词词义辨析。作者是健康人，他/她刚坐到轮椅上不会驾轻就熟，所以即便将脚蹬归位这样简单的动作，竟然也用了很长时间。get sth. into place意为“使…就位，将…准备就绪”，符合句意。

45. C　考查名词词义辨析。作者参加的是使用轮椅几小时的体验活动，而轮椅是一种交通工具，故最佳答案是C。means of transportation意为“交通工具”。

46. C　考查名词词义辨析。根据第一段可知，作者参加的是残疾体验活动，使用轮椅只不过是个实验，但对一些残疾人而言，使用轮椅可不是个实验，而是一辈子要面对的生活。所以应填入experiment。

47. D　考查形容词词义辨析。作者努力要找一个舒服的姿势，以便被人推着四处走动成为一件让人放松的事，所以这里不是指“灵活的”、“安全的”或“开始的”姿势，故可排除A、B、C三个选项。

48. D　考查副词词义辨析。相比空格前面的restful，空格后面的kind of nice显然在意思上递进了一步，所以最佳答案是even，意思是“甚至”。

49. B　考查动词词义辨析。作者坐着轮椅，自然希望被人推，而不是“开车接送”或“引导”，更不会是“被人带领四处逛”。因此只能选B。

50. A　考查动词词义辨析。四下张望，“我”意识到必须自己搞定这件事。realized意为“意识到”，符合文意；suggested意为“建议”；agreed意为“赞成”；admitted意为“承认”，均与文意不符，故本题选A。

51. B　考查动词词义辨析。上句中提到作者意识到没人帮忙推轮椅，只能自己搞定这件事。言外之意是，作者得让轮椅动起来。轮椅的轮子自然得转动，作者的手在轮椅转动起来的同时开始疼，因为要用手拨动轮椅才能转。lift意为“举起来”；turn意为“转动”；press意为“按压”；seize意为“抓住”，只有turned符合句意。

52. C　考查名词词义辨析。轮椅是一种交通工具，而驾驶交通工具最重要的是掌控方向，这是生活常识。所以，本题的正确答案是C。

53. A　考查形容词词义辨析。上句提到，拨动沉重的轮子的时候，作者的手开始疼。既然轮子重，手又疼，可推知拨动轮椅不是件容易的事，故应填入easy。

54. D　考查动词词义辨析。本题出现在最后一段的第一句话，这段正是对文章的总结性段落，作者要感慨残疾人生活的不易，自然要到体验结束的时候，而不是体验被“遗忘”、“重复”或“实施”的时候。

55. B　考查名词词义辨析。该句句意：几个小时的“残疾”体验只是让我体会到了残疾人必须要克服的心理和身体上的挑战。weakness意为“弱点，缺点”；challenge意为“挑战”；anxiety意为“焦虑，担心”；illness意为“病，疾病”，结合句意，只有B正确。

我参加了一次“周日残障体验”团体活动。该活动旨在让我们更能体会到残障人士所面临的困难。活动要求我们在某个周日自选一种残障方式，进行几个小时的体验。有些人选择了使用轮椅，比如我，有些人则选用戴阻隔声音的耳塞或者眼罩。

光是坐在轮椅上就是一种学习经历，我之前从没想过使用轮椅会是一件多难的事情。因为轮子没锁上，我一坐下，身体的重力就使轮椅开始滑动。然后我就开始想往哪儿放脚，把金属踏板放下来也费了我不少工夫。我第一次不安地看了看接下来几个小时我唯一的交通工具。对于残疾人来说，坐轮椅可不是临时的一次实验。

57. A　推理题。由题干可知此题是推理题。根据文章第三段中的...as a big-time bargain hunter...a good deal is something few of us can afford to pass up可以推知作者很少错过一笔好的交易。故选A。

58. C　细节题。由题干可知此题是细节题。根据文章第四段中的I have been the consumer reporter of NBC's Today
 show for over a decade. 可知，作者是个媒体记者。故选C。

59. C　主旨题。由题干可知此题为主旨题，定位到第一段和最后一段：第一段指出作者是省钱一族；最后一段描述了作者对不同产品的不同消费理念，指出对于优质的产品也会毫不犹豫地购买，表明了作者明智的消费观。故选C。

62. C　推理题。由题干可知此题是推理题。文章第一段描述对婴儿视力进行的实验，接下来用敲鼓进一步对婴儿听力进行实验。故选C。

63. D　推理题。由题干可知此题是推理题。纵观全文可以看出，这是一篇科学报告。故选D。

 可知，作者读过《1984》这本书，而42%的人没读过却装作读过。故选B。

66. B　细节题。根据文章第四段中的Asked why they lied，the most common reason was to “impress” someone they were speaking to 可知，人们之所以选择撒谎，最常见的原因是想让对方觉得自己知识渊博，从而给对方留一个深刻的印象。故选B。

67. C　推理题。由题干可知此题是推理题。文章第五段的最后一句话am astonished that 58 percent said they had never done so表明了作者的态度是吃惊的，分析选项可知doubtful最贴近作者的态度。故选C。

1. D　本题考查交际用语。答语Nobody is perfect暗示后者原谅了前者的错误。Take it easy意为“别紧张，放轻松”。——对不起，我犯了个错误。——别紧张，人无完人
 。

2. A　本题考查动词词组含义。come along意为“一起来”，come off意为“离开；实现”，come across意为“偶然遇见”，come through意为“安然渡过（危险或难关）”。只有选项A与题干意思相符。今晚要和我们一起去看电影吗？


3. A　本题考查连词辨析。空格前后两个分句的语义逻辑关系为转折关系，故应选连接词but。再次见到珍妮我很开心，但我不想整天和她在一起
 。

4. C　本题考查定语从句的引导词。空格处应填入定语从句的引导词，先行词为the house，引导词在定语从句中充当地点状语，故应填入where。我到了之后，布赖恩带我去看了我要住的房子
 。

5. D　本题考查非谓语动词。got作主句的谓语，所以空格处应填入catch的非谓语形式。根据句意，赶火车是主动发生的动作，且是先于“到达办公室”这个动作而发生的，所以应使用having done结构。我那天赶上了7:30从帕丁顿出发的火车，所以提前到了办公室
 。

6. B　本题考查情态动词表推测。must have done表示对过去事情的肯定推测，意为“一定做过某事”。因为没有人给他任何帮助，他一定是自己完成的研究
 。

7. C　本题考查动词时态。本句中的进行时表将来。分析选项可知选C。我们一大早就要出发，所以我们前一晚就整理好了行李
 。

8. A　本题考查动词辨析。当人作主语，谓语动词表示“花费”时只能使用动词pay，且根据空格后的介词for也可以得到提示。这块表非常好，而且他还少花了20%的钱
 。

9. B　本题考查形容词比较级的用法。通过语境可知是同现有的某个建议相比，两者作比较，应该使用形容词的比较级，故选B。这也许不是一个极好的建议，但在更好的建议提出之前我们就先将就采纳它吧
 。

10. B　本题考查强调句。在强调句式It was...that 中，中间部分为被强调的内容。直到读了这些文件，格罗斯先生才意识到他眼前的任务是极其难以完成的
 。

11. D　本题考查介词的含义。根据空格前后部分的意思可知，此处应填入表示“没有”意思的介词，故选D。若没有一些数学知识，严谨的物理学研究是不可能实现的
 。

12. B　本题考查部分倒装。副词Only放在句首修饰状语时句子要采用部分倒装，即将助动词或情态动词提前。只有通过将这家医院的医生数量增加50%，患者才能得到恰当的救治
 。

13. A　本题考查冠词用法。数词 + and + a half hours结构表示“几个半小时”，故第一个空格处应填入不定冠词a；“休息一会儿”用a break来表示，故本题选A。我们讨论了4个半小时，一直到午夜，然后休息了一会儿，吃了点乳酪、巧克力，喝了些加糖的茶
 。

14. D　本题考查代词。others指代复数名词；either指代两者中的任意一个；another指“再一个，另一个”；both指“两者”。根据题干意思可知应该选both。这是个二选一的处境——我们今年要么买一辆新车，要么去度假，但不能这两件事都做
 。

15. C　本题考查交际用语。根据答语后半部分if you insist可知后者改变了自己的想法。Not at all表示“不客气”，It depends表示“视情况而定”，All right then表示“那好吧，行吧”，I don't care表示“我不在乎”，根据题干意思可知选C。——你确定不来和我们喝一杯吗？——如果你坚持的话，那好吧
 。

18. B　考查名词及语境理解。由前文中的he is “Gloves” Greenberg可知迈克尔·格林伯格被称为“手套”格林伯格，故应填入name，意为“称谓”。

19. B　考查形容词及语境理解。结合下文中的His briefcase always has some gloves，再联系上文中提到的他与其他许多商人的相同之处以及紧随其后的转折，可知此处应表达他与众不同（different）。

20. A　考查动词及语境理解。根据下文中who引导的定语从句中谈到的都是other New Yorkers的具体行为，所以空格处所需谓语动词应该表达“行动”的含义——他不像其他人那样做事（act）。

21. C　考查动词短语及语境理解。根据文意可知，此处的动作和look at the sidewalk应该与下文中的looks around以及stops形成对比，所以此处表示匆忙穿过（hurry down）马路。

22. B　考查名词及语境理解。联系下文中的“He stops when he...someone with no gloves可知，他环顾四周的人（people），寻找没戴手套的人。

23. D　考查动词及语境理解。当他看到（sees）有人没戴手套，动作与前面提到的“looks around”一致。

24. C　考查动词短语及语境理解。手套送完之后他就继续走（moves on）。hold up意为“支撑；举起”；hang out意为“挂出；晾晒”；turn around意为“转身”。

25. A　考查名词及语境理解。他寻找没戴手套的人，也就是寻找更多寒冷的手（hands）。

26. C　考查动词短语及语境理解。根据上一段的语境可知，在冬天格林伯格先生赠送（gives away）手套。

27. D　考查动词及语境理解。格林伯格先生在冬天要赠送很多手套，所以在一年中的其他时候他要购买（buys）手套。

28. B　考查动词及语境理解。联系下文中的he has many in his apartment可以推知，听说过他的人也会给他寄（send）手套。A、C、D三个选项都不符合语境。

29. C　考查动词及语境理解。此处倒叙他是何时开始做这件事情的。格林伯格是21年前开始（began）做这件事的。

30. A　考查动词及语境理解。此处与下文不熟悉他的人的反应作对比。不知道他的人会感到惊讶，但知道他的人就会理解（understand）他的行为。

31. D　考查固定短语及语境理解。不了解他的人当然会为他的行为感到吃惊（surprised by）。

32. D　考查形容词及语境理解。根据下文中的it made everyone happier可知，那些不认识他的人没有意识到格林伯格只是为了让他们高兴（happy）。

33. B　考查名词及语境理解。联系下文中的Michael's father always helped the poor as he believed it made everyone happier可知，他的整个家庭（family）都这么做。

34. C　考查语境理解。格林伯格也有同样的（same）感受，所以他才会也这么做。

35. A　考查形容词及语境理解。根据转折连词but后面的形容词big可知空格处应填入与之相对的词small。此处是对全文的总结：一副手套可能是一件小（small）东西，但是在冬天却会有很大的作用。本句型也可以套用到许多高考作文中。同学们注意积累。

37. A　细节题。文章第二段作者谈到自己因为站出来勇敢地提醒飞行员从而避免了一次事故的经历，再结合That was my first real lesson in the power of CRM，and I've used it in the operating room ever since可知，他通过自己提醒飞行员从而拯救了飞机这件事更深入地理解了CRM的强大。

38. D　推理判断题。上文提到，通过作者越级的提醒从而避免了一次事故，此处landing gear up用作比喻意义，指代可能以生命为代价的错误。

39. B　主旨题。本文通过作者飞行中的一个事例说明勇敢提出建议和听从别人建议的重要性，有了这次经历才使得日后身为医生的作者成为一名更优秀的医生。

众所周知，医生是糟糕的飞行员。他们不愿听命于别人，因为他们（自认为）已经知道了一切。我很幸运：在1970年，我成为一名飞行员，差不多10年后我从医学院毕业了。飞行员的经历让我成为一名更好的外科医生，而那时我并没有意识到这一点。我热爱飞行。当我驾驶着更大更快的飞机，在更为恶劣的天气中飞行的时候，我学到了机组资源管理，或简称CRM——一种旨在使飞行更安全的全新理念。它的意思是机组成员不管职位如何，都应该倾听并为了一个好的结果而直言不讳。

1980年我第一次读到有关机组资源管理的内容。那之后不久，我和一名主治医师在恶劣的天气中飞行。控制员告诉我们转向时已经太晚了，这导致我们没有做好降落准备。当时开飞机的是主治医生，我是一名安全监视驾驶员。由于那个糟糕的转向让他手忙脚乱，他竟忘记把起落架放下来。他是一个比我有经验的飞行员——同时也是我的上司——所以对他大声说出自己的想法会让我觉得很不同寻常。但是我不得不这么做：我们的生命处于危险之中。我把我的不安抛到了一旁，然后大声说道：“我们现在需要把起落架放下来！”这是我在CRM的帮助下所经历的第一堂实操课，并且自那之后我就开始在手术室里面使用这招了。

43. D　推理判断题。文章按时间顺序介绍了爱丁堡艺术节的发展状况，尤其最后一段叙述了Edinburgh Festival在2004年的演出数量以及售票量，相较之前有了巨大的增长，这说明爱丁堡艺术节发展势头相当迅猛。

1947年，一批由一位奥地利指挥家率领的艺术界名人决定在爱丁堡举办一场集音乐、舞蹈和戏剧于一体的国际艺术节。这一想法是为了将二战之后的欧洲重新团结起来。

46. C　细节题。根据第三段中with the Alcohol Series being the most popular可知，the Alcohol Series最受欢迎，卖得最好。

47. A　推理判断题。根据该词组后面的非限定性定语从句who think that they have a better knowledge of chocolate than others... 以及后面的uses cocoa beans from Togo，Cuba...可知，该词组指那些自认为对巧克力比别人更有研究，较为挑剔的人。

考虑到巧克力的化学作用能调节很多人的情绪，把巧克力店做成像中医药店那样很可能只是时间问题。新加坡的巧克力研究机构（CRF）看起来就像是电影《查理和巧克力工厂》的背景一样，能生产100多种巧克力。它的创始人是克里斯·李，一个手不离甜品罐，在父母小店的角落里长大的孩子。

 。

28. B　考查动词的时态。根据句意，应该使用一般现在进行时，表示现在正在进行的动作。快点！马克和卡尔正在等我们呢
 。

29. D　考查非谓语动词。从句中saw为谓语动词，所以横线处应填入block的非谓语形式。路是被雪阻塞的，故填入过去分词形式blocked，表示被动。当我们看到雪阻塞了道路时，我们决定在家过假期
 。

31. B　考查名词性从句。横线处引导的从句作主句的主语。从句谓语为makes，缺少主语，句子不完整，故需要填入关系词what。让这本书如此不凡的是作者创造性的想象
 。

32. C　考查动词的时态与语态。答句是表述惯常的程序，所以应使用一般现在时；且申请者是被面试，故填入are interviewed。——那么，流程是什么？——在当局作出最终决定之前，所有的申请者都要接受面试
 。

36. C　考查动词词义辨析。根据上文提到的洛拉为了完善平衡木技能…可知，此空应填入trains，意为“训练”。该句意为：为了完善技能，洛拉每天训练四个小时，每周训练五天。

37. A　考查状语从句的连接词。洛拉在16位女孩中获得第七名，这个成绩给人留下的印象深刻，这是结果；从句说她天生视力不佳，这是原因，因此这里用since引导原因状语从句。

38. A　考查动词词义辨析。tell意为“辨别，判定”；guess意为“猜想”；assume意为“假定，设想”；predict意为“预测”。这里讲她天生弱视，根本无法判断事物的远近，故填入tell。

39. D　考查动词词义辨析。suspect意为“怀疑”；remember意为“回忆，记起”；imagine意为“想象”；notice意为“注意到”。该句意为：在她小的时候，她的妈妈注意到…，故填入noticed。本题容易误选的是suspect，但这个词仅表示怀疑，并未经证实，故不可选。

40. B　考查副词词义辨析。上文谈到了洛拉的视力问题，所以此处讲的是她视力不好，用well修饰动词see，用在否定句中表示看不清楚。

41. B　考查名词词义辨析。上文谈到了gymnastics（体操），可知她喜欢上的是这项“运动”，故填入sport。“the +名词”常用来指前文出现过的内容。

42. C　考查形容词词义辨析。根据常识可知，视力不佳的运动员学习体操一定比其他队友更困难，故填入difficult。boring意为“无聊的”；enjoyable意为“令人愉快的”；satisfactory意为“令人满意的”。

43. D　考查名词词义辨析。上文提到洛拉的视力问题，这是她进行体操运动的最大障碍。因此，此处表达的是她不让自己的状况（弱视）影响自己的爱好。condition意为“情况，状况；条件”，符合句意。

44. C　考查名词词义辨析。由后文Because she has double vision，she often sees two beams.可知，由于她的视力问题，对她来说平衡木是最大的挑战。challenge意为“挑战；艰巨的任务”，符合句意。

45. D　考查动词词义辨析。因为眼睛无法看清，所以只有相信自己的感觉。trust意为“相信”，符合句意。文中最后一句中的just believe in yourself对本空也有提示。

46. A　考查形容词词义辨析。因为平衡木只有四英寸宽，所以每个人都对其感到恐惧，故填入fearful，意为“恐惧的”，照应了上文提到的one must be brave。

47. C　考查介词词义辨析。根据下文洛拉获得高分可知，她没有从平衡木上跌落下来。fall off意为“（从…上）跌落”，符合句意。

48. B　考查动词词义辨析。根据下文洛拉没有对教练说明自己的视力问题可知，她不想因为自己的弱视而被区别对待。treat意为“对待”，符合句意。

49. D　考查名词词义辨析。pain意为“疼痛”；stress意为“压力”；injury意为“损害”；problem意为“问题”。该句意为：在比赛的时候，裁判们都不知道她的视力有问题。故填入problems。

50. A　考查形容词词义辨析。洛拉凭自己的实力比赛，而不是获得裁判的怜悯，这种积极的态度让妈妈也为之惊奇。positive意为“积极的”；friendly意为“友好的”；flexible意为“灵活的”；cautious意为“小心的，谨慎的”，故选A。

51. B　考查动词词义辨析。defend意为“保卫，捍卫”；quit意为“放弃；退出”；win意为“赢；获取”；bargain意为“讨价还价”。根据上下文可知，她从没想过放弃，而是想取得更好的成绩，故填入quitting。

53. C　考查状语从句的连接词。本句洛拉表达了她的愿望：长大后当一名体操教练，把自己所学到的教给别的孩子。故填入when，意为“当…时”，引导时间状语从句。

54. A　考查形容词词义辨析。洛拉为自己付出的努力和获得的成功感到骄傲。be proud of意为“为…感到骄傲”；be tired of意为“对…感到厌倦”；be ashamed of意为“为…感到羞愧”；be confident of意为“对…有信心”，故选A。

55. B　考查名词词义辨析。她给他人的建议（或启示）就是“要相信自己”。plan意为“计划”；advice意为“建议”；reward意为“报答”；responsibility意为“责任”，故选B。

57. A　细节题。通过四个选项将搜索范围定位到前三段。根据第三段首句的The EP will not reduce oxygen in the room（EP不会使房间里的氧气减少）可知，EP加热器不消耗氧气，因此加热时也不会让人昏昏欲睡，所以A正确，C不正确；根据第一段中的runs almost silent（工作时几乎是无声的）可知EP加热器工作时并不是完全静音的，所以B不正确；选项D的说法与原文第二段的内容不符。

58. D　词义猜测题。根据题干中的Paragraph 4直接定位到文章第四段。根据evenly之后的解释wall to wall and floor to ceiling可知，墙与墙之间，地板到屋顶是全部的空间，因此加热是均匀的，所以选D。continuously意为“连续不断地”；separately意为“分别地，个别地”；quickly意为“迅速地”；equally意为“平均地，均等地”。

两只海豚正在海洋公园的一个大游泳池中追逐嬉戏。小一点的海豚格雷斯正在炫耀它的几个把戏，转过身来向着人群打招呼。然而关于它最令人惊奇的事情是，它甚至在游泳。它是没有尾巴的。

65. A　细节题。根据题干中much harder定位到文章第四段。根据modern cameras、the Internet等词语可知选A。

66. D　观点态度题。根据文章最后两段内容以及作者的语气可知，作者对于名人的压力以及生存状况是非常同情的，所以选D。sincere意为“真挚的”；sceptical意为“怀疑的”；disapproving意为“不赞成的”；sympathetic意为“同情的”。


名声把你逼疯了吗？


尽管成名听起来可能就像美梦成真了一样，然而今天的明星却像动物园里的动物一样，他们所面临的压力很少有人能够想象。全世界的目光都聚集在他们身上。狗仔队拿着相机守候在他们家门外。各种小报发表他们让人触目惊心的私生活故事。想象一下做任何事情都要被拍照或者被打断要签名，这是一种怎样的生活！

根据心理学家克里斯蒂娜·维拉里尔所说，名人（有名的人）每时每刻都在担心他们的公众形象。他们最终会失去真正的自我，把自己看成粉丝想象的那样，而不能像成名之前那样（客观地）看待自己。维拉里尔说：“久而久之，他们会觉得被孤立了，感到孤单。”

追星这一现象已经有很长的历史了。在公元前四世纪，画家们跟随亚历山大大帝进入战场，希望为他的崇拜者们描绘出胜利的场景。十九世纪，当查尔斯·狄更斯访问美国的时候，他脱销的作品引来了数千名粉丝，导致他抱怨缺乏个人隐私。二十世纪二、三十年代的小报报道电影明星的文章与现在的小报和网站如出一辙。

如果出名这么麻烦，那为何并非所有的名人都躲避它呢？因为仍有办法去解决这一问题。有的明星让身边围绕着信得过的朋友和家人，或者躲到偏远地方，远离大城市，以此来保持冷静。他们首先关注的并不是自己有多出名，而是自己喜欢做的事情或者任何让他们出名的事情。

有时，一些名人能够得到一点公平。但即便能够享受绝对公平的名人也经常抱怨他们的生活有多么艰难。他们已经对出名感到厌倦了。

69. C　细节题。根据题干中because of可知问的是人们同时处理多重任务的原因，将答案定位到文章第四段。根据本段中的...but because they're distractible...可知，人们同时处理多重任务是因为他们容易分心，而不是想要提高效率。distractible意为“容易分心的，不专心的”，C项是对该词的同义转述。

70. C　细节题。根据题干中last paragraph直接定位到文章最后一段。根据该段中的People who are multitasking are generally less sensitive to risky situations可知，同时处理多重任务者对于潜在的危险不能及时做出反应，所以选C。


多重任务处理


一项最新的调查显示，总是同时进行多项任务的人在同时处理两件事情方面可能是最糟糕的。这些研究发现是根据大约275名大学生的表现和自我评估得出的，研究表明很多人同时处理多项任务并非出于对提高效率的渴望，而是因为他们很容易分心，不能把精力集中在一件事情上。犹他大学的心理学家戴维·三本松说：“那些人被证明是最不能（同时）处理好不同事情的人了。”

三本松和他的同事们对学生进行了一系列的测试，并让他们报告处理多重任务的频率、认为自己在处理多重任务方面的擅长程度以及寻求刺激与冲动的程度。然后他们用一个巧妙的思维作业评估了参与者处理多重任务的能力。作业要求学生在记忆一组字母的同时进行一些简单的数学计算。

大多数人认为自己处理多重任务的能力在中等偏上，而且那些认为自己擅长于此的人更可能会报告他们在开车或者浏览多种类型媒体的同时还在使用电话，科学家说这并不奇怪。但是实验表明，那些经常同时处理多件事情的人在这项真正的多重任务测试中表现最差。他们也更可能会承认自己有寻求刺激与冲动的行为，而这些行为与人们容易烦躁和分心的程度有关。

三本松说：“人们同时处理多重任务并非因为这能带来更高的效率，而是因为他们容易分心，易于卷入不太重要的事情当中。”

来自旧金山加利福尼亚大学的研究人员亚当·加扎利不是该研究小组的成员。他认为该实验的局限之一在于它不能得出那些一开始就不专心的人是否趋向于处理多重任务以及人们的认知和理解能力是否会因为处理多重任务而发生改变。

然而，这些研究结果确实表明了那些最常处理多重任务的寻求刺激者为什么可能会喜欢高风险的分心驾驶。另一个不在该组的研究员保罗·阿奇利说：“那些经常处理多重任务的人往往对危险情况不够敏感。这可以解释即使有危险人们也要去涉险的部分原因了。”

73. B　考查段落中事物的比例关系。本段谈的是目前美国人口的分布情况，分别提到了82%和2%的人口的居住情况，推测接下来应该是对剩下的人口居住情况的描述，所以选B。

74. A　考查段落中句子的因果关系。本空前谈到95%的农业人口养活5%的城市人口，因此这制约了城市的发展，所以选A。

75. F　考查段落中句子的因果关系。本空前谈到工业革命打破了城乡的平衡，带来的结果必然是更多人口涌向城市，且农业生产率得到提高。根据下文的one American farmer is able to feed more than a hundred non-farmers也可知选F。


城市化


直到最近，绝大多数人从出生到死亡都没有见过城市。最早的城市很可能建于距今5500年前。（71）事实上，几乎每一个人都居住在农场或者狭小的农村地区。直到20世纪，大不列颠才成为了历史上最早的城市社会，在这个社会里绝大多数人居住在城市中，不靠农业为生。

英国仅仅是个开始。（72）城市化进程，也就是人们从乡村到城市的迁移，是现代化的结果，它快速转变了人们的生活方式和居住地点。

1990年，只有不到40%的美国人居住在城市地区，而今天住在城市的美国人超过了82%。只有大约2%的人居住在乡村。（73）

在农业产业化之前大型城市是不可能形成的。即使在先进的农业社会，95个农村人才能养活5个城市人。（74）直到现代社会，居住在城市里的主要是管理阶层，以及为他们服务的仆人、工人和专业人员。城市依靠对农民征税才得以生存。农村人口余粮的数量以及将余粮从农村运到城市的能力都制约了城市的规模。

本文是一篇记叙文。文章讲述了旅鸽逐渐消失的过程。在美国，18世纪和19世纪旅鸽的数量很多。人们认为旅鸽的数量会源源不断，于是大量猎杀旅鸽。而在19世纪末，美国人砍伐森林驱散了旅鸽。在1897年密歇根州通过禁止猎杀旅鸽的法律时，该州已经10年没有见过大的旅鸽群了。最后一只旅鸽于1914年在辛辛那提动物园死去。

24. D　细节题。根据题干中的关键词the 18th and early 19th centuries可定位到第二段第一句，后半句提到a number equal to 24 to 40 percent of the total bird population in the United States，making it perhaps the most abundant bird in the world，即数量占美国所有鸟类数量的24%到40%，可能是世界上数量最多的鸟类。故选D。

25. B　词义题。该词位于第三段第一句，本句是该段的主题句，所以可以结合本段大意进行词义推测。第三段介绍了旅鸽遭到捕杀，经受的是不好的状况，所以结合四个选项，只有B项符合语境，undoing在此处的意思是“死亡，毁灭”。故选B。

26. C　推断题。根据题干中的关键词main reason和kill passenger pigeons定位到第三段。由最后一句可知，捕杀旅鸽主要是出于商业目的，卖到餐厅供人们食用，商业行为是以盈利为目的的，即为了赚钱。故选C。

27. B　推断题。由题干中的infer可知此题是推断题。根据题干中的关键词the law和Michigan定位到最后一段第一句。该句指出，1897年，密歇根州通过了一项禁止猎杀旅鸽的法律。那时，大规模旅鸽群体在那个州已经消失10年了。由此可推断旅鸽的数量当时已经很少了，因此这项法律通过得太晚了。故选B。

旅鸽曾经在美国大部分地区的上空飞翔过，其数量多得令人难以置信。据18和19世纪的资料记载，旅鸽的数量是如此的庞大，以至于它们能让天空变暗达数小时。

据估算，当旅鸽的数量达到最高峰时，其数量超过了30亿。这一数量占美国所有鸟类数量的24%到40%，可能是世界上数量最多的鸟类。即使到1870年，虽然它们的数量已然减少，但也有人在辛辛那提附近看到宽为1英里、长为320英里（大约515千米）的鸟群。

不幸的是，旅鸽的数量之多可能就是它们灭亡的祸根。在它们的数量极为庞大的地区，人们认为旅鸽是源源不断的，于是它们被数以千计的猎杀。商业猎杀者用谷物把它们吸引到小的开阔地，一旦等到旅鸽走过去进食，便向它们撒下大网，一次可以捕捉几百只。这些鸟被船运到大城市，然后在餐厅出售。

截止到19世纪最后的几十年间，由于美国对木材的需求，旅鸽巢居所在的硬木林遭到破坏。成群的旅鸽被驱散，被迫迁往较远的北方。那里寒冷的天气和春季的暴风雪导致它们的数量不断减少。不久大群的旅鸽消失了，再也看不到了。

1897年，密歇根州通过了一项禁止猎杀旅鸽的法律。但是那时大规模旅鸽群体在那个州已经消失10年了。美国最后一只被确认的野生旅鸽于1900年在俄亥俄州派克县被一名男孩射杀。曾经一度有少量的旅鸽在人类的照顾下幸存下来。1914年9月1日，最后一只被爱称为玛莎的旅鸽在辛辛那提动物园死去。

28. A　细节题。题干信息词为lion tamer use a chair，据此可定位到首段第四句。该句提到“当驯狮人把一把椅子放在狮子面前时，狮子努力地把注意力同时集中在椅子的四条腿上。由于注意力被分散了，狮子变得困惑并且不知道接下来要做什么”，可知椅子是用来戏耍狮子的。故选A。

29. A　推理题。题干的关键词是similar，考查两者的相似点。根据第二段首句：“你有多少次发现自己处于和狮子一样的处境呢？”接着进一步说明，“你又有多少次想做一些事（比如减肥、创业、去更多地方旅游等）却因为面临众多的选择而感到困惑，以至于没有任何进展呢？”可见，人们与狮子相似，在面临很多选择时也会感到困惑，不知道该怎么做。故选A。

30. B　推断题。题目问作者对于文中专家的态度，需结合原文做出推断。根据第三段第一句：“这一直让我烦恼不已，因为尽管所有的专家都在忙着争论哪一个选择是最好的，而那些想改善自己生活的人们却被所有矛盾的信息所困扰着”，由此可知，专家们正忙于讨论哪一种选择是最好的，这令作者苦恼，由此推断作者对专家的态度是怀疑的。故选B。

31. C　推理题。题干信息词为the world 和waving a chair，据此可定位到最后一段中的“任何时候如果你发现世界在你面前挥动着椅子，请记住：你所要做的是将注意力集中在一件事上”，即不要犹豫，排除干扰迅速地做出决定，并集中精力做一件事。故选C。

32. B　细节题。根据题干关键词many scholars可定位到第二段第一句：“为了防止语言消失，来自包括UNESCO和国家地理等大量组织机构的学者多年来一直在对正在消亡的语言和它们反映的文化进行记录存档”，由此可知，许多学者正在努力记录濒临消失的语言和文化，以挽救这些语言和文化。故选B。

33. A　词汇题。本题从原文划线部分的前后文寻找答案。划线处位于第三段，既然是that tradition，就应该从前文寻找答案。第二段提到许多学者正在努力记录濒临消失的语言和文化，而图林便是其中之一，由此可知，that tradition指代的就是学者为保护语言和文化而努力的传统，即对语言做全面的记录。故答案为A。

34. D　细节题。题目问图林所著的书的基础是什么。根据第三段的最后一句：“他最近出版的书《唐米语的语法、使用者及民族语言文化的介绍》取材于他在尼泊尔一个村庄生活、工作、抚养家庭的亲身经历”，由此可知，他的书是根据他自己在尼泊尔的生活经历写成的。故选D。

35. C　推理题。本题考查对文章内容的概括。最后一段提到：“图林已经展开了一场对语言进行记录存档的运动，这场运动让这些记录在全世界的图书馆和商店都可以找到，不仅学者可以加以利用，对于来自这些记录最初收集地区的年轻人来说也是如此。图林写道，多亏了数码技术和广泛普及的互联网，这些濒危的语言才能够得以保存，并和这些语言群体再次建立起联系”，由此可知，图林最初是收集这些语言和文化并记录下来，使这些语言和文化得以保存，并与这些语言群体再次建立起联系，故选C。

随着越来越多的人说英语、汉语、西班牙语、阿拉伯语这些全球化语言，其他语言正在快速地消失。事实上，根据联合国教育科学文化组织（UNESCO）的说法，现在全球使用的6000至7000种语言中有一半很可能会在下个世纪消亡。

为了防止语言消失，来自包括UNESCO和国家地理等大量组织机构的学者多年来一直在对正在消亡的语言和它们反映的文化进行记录存档。

马克·图林是耶鲁大学麦克米伦中心的一名科学家。他致力于喜马拉雅山脉的语言和口述传统的研究。他也遵守着那样的传统。他最近出版的书《唐米语的语法、使用者及民族语言文化的介绍》取材于他在尼泊尔一个村庄生活、工作、抚养家庭的亲身经历。

对唐米语和其文化记录存档对于图林来说仅仅是一个开始。他试图把印度、尼泊尔、不丹以及中国在喜马拉雅边缘地区的其他语言和口语传统也囊括进来。但他并不满足于在这些语言没有被记录而消失之前简单地记录下这些声音。

36. D　考查上下文的语境理解。根据空格后的By helping them develop classic skills that will serve them well no matter what the future holds可知，这里叙述的是一种方式（By helping...），判断前面应该使用疑问词how来提问，结合备选项可知D“如何帮助我们的孩子为还不存在的工作岗位做好准备呢？”符合此处语境。故选D。

37. A　考查上下文的语境理解。根据空格后的...“What ingredients can we add to make these pancakes even better next time？” and then try them out可知，这里叙述的是做煎饼时添加配料的问题，由此判断上句应与烹饪有关，结合备选项可知A“鼓励孩子和你一起做饭”符合此处语境。故选A。

38. C　考查上下文的语境理解。根据空格前的True creativity is the ability to take something existing and create something new from it可知，本处介绍的是培养孩子的创造力，内容应与创造力相关，结合备选项可知C“我们可以给孩子机会，让他们用新的方式来使用这些材料”符合语境。故选C。

39. F　考查上下文的语境理解。本段介绍的是应教孩子学会理解他人，结合空格后提出的三个问题，不难发现备选项F中出现了与之对应的ask questions。故选F。

40. G　考查上下文的语境理解。根据下文的内容可知，此处内容与thoughts and ideas（思想和观点）有关，注意备选项G中出现了ideas，属于词汇复现，构成了前后呼应。故选G。

未来的工作岗位还没有被创造出来，那我们如何帮助孩子们为还不存在的工作岗位做好准备呢？无论未来如何变化，通过帮助他们发展基本的技能能让他们做得更好。

1. 好奇心

第一节　完形填空


【综述】


本文属于论说文，讨论和说明了人们在生活中对事物总是只有三分钟热度这一普遍现象。该文章理解难度不大，题目难度较为适中。

41. A　本题考查名词词义辨析。文章开头指出了一种现象，即所有形式的活动成为日常例行事务的时候都会导致厌烦情绪。根据空格前的指示代词this，判断此处应是指这一“规律，准则”，应填入principle，故选A。

42. D　本题考查上下文语境。在后文中，作者讲到小孩玩腻了自己的圣诞玩具；高中生厌倦高中生活，渴望毕业；司机厌倦开车；退休的人厌倦自己的兴趣爱好等等。所以此处应是指各个年龄段的人，故答案为D。

43. C　本题考查动词词义辨析。在圣诞节的早上，小孩子肯定是很兴奋地玩自己的新玩具，所以应填入playing，故选C。

44. B　本题考查名词词义辨析。结合句意，此处是指孩子对于玩具的兴致很快就消退了，interest意为“兴趣，兴致”，故答案为B。confidence 意为“信心”；anxiety意为“焦虑”；sorrow意为“悲伤”。

45. A　本题考查形容词词义辨析。此处是指到了一月份，尽管玩具还是之前一样的玩具，但是因为玩腻了，所以就被孩子弃置在地下室里。这里强调孩子前后对同样的玩具态度的对比，故答案为A。

46. D　本题考查形容词词义辨析。此处由孩子转向另外的人群，指出人们集邮也是如此。结合四个选项，应该填入的是负面色彩的词语，half-filled意为“装满一半的，集到一半的”，指集到一半邮票的集邮册。其他三项均不符合此处语境。

47. B　本题考查形容词词义辨析。只集到一半的邮票和没有拼完的模型都代表了人们短暂的、已经过去的兴趣，passing可表示“短暂的；过去的”，故答案为B。

48. C　本题考查副词词义辨析。父母刚刚把宠物带回家的时候，孩子肯定是特别高兴地给宠物洗澡、梳毛，gladly意为“高兴地”，故答案为C。silently意为“无声地”；impatiently意为“不耐烦地”；worriedly意为“担心地”。

49. B　本题考查名词词义辨析。根据文意，过了很短一段时间孩子对宠物便失去了兴趣，于是照顾宠物的负担就落到了父母身上，所以应选burden“负担”，这里强调的是孩子对照顾宠物失去兴趣。promise意为“承诺”；right意为“权利”；game意为“游戏”。

50. D　本题考查名词词义辨析。刚上高中时表现出的肯定是激动和兴奋的情绪，所以应填入excitement，故选D。courage意为“勇气”；calmness意为“平静”；confusion意为“困惑”。

51. A　本题考查名词词义辨析。结合语境，刚上高中时心情是兴奋和激动的，但是很快新鲜感消失了，就会期盼着赶紧毕业，应选graduation，故答案为A。independence“独立”和responsibility“责任”均不符合文意。

52. C　本题考查名词词义辨析。结合语境，此处是指开车去上班工作的人，可以排除孩子、学生和退休的人，答案只能是adults“成年人”，故选C。

53. B　本题考查副词词义辨析。根据文意，第一次拿到驾照的时候肯定是急切地想去开车，所以选eagerly，突出对比成年人前后对长途驾驶的不同态度。

57. A　本题考查名词词义辨析。根据常识，退休了应该会有较多可支配的时间，因此就会有更多时间做之前上班时没有时间做的事，应填入time，故答案为A。

58. D　本题考查副词词义辨析。结合语境，此处是指退休后不久，他们会发现打高尔夫、钓鱼、阅读等之前感兴趣的事情会变得像以前的工作一样无聊，所以选soon。这和前文中的“within a short time”是相对应的。

59. C　本题考查动词词义辨析。lose a job表示“失业”；choose a job表示“选择工作”；quit a job表示“放弃工作”。由上文可知，他们是退休离岗，并不是失业，也不是放弃，所以应填入left，故答案为C。

60. B　本题考查名词词义辨析。结合语境，这里指退休的人们像一月份时的孩子一样，去找新的玩具，和前文孩子在圣诞节玩玩具形成呼应，所以选toys“玩具”，故选B。

70. patient　本题考查形容词。本句为祈使句，be动词后应该接形容词，故将名词形式改为形容词形式的patient。

43. D　考查动词词义辨析。根据空格前的if可知这是一个假设的情况，根据空格后的alone可知假设的是他们分开行动。因此可以推测的是如果西蒙放弃受伤的乔一个人继续走的话会发生的情况，故选D。

44. B　考查副词词义辨析。But Simon decided to risk...与前文的...he would probably get back...形成对比，可知如果西蒙独自返回会相对安全。unwillingly意为“不情愿地”；safely意为“安全地”；slowly意为“缓慢地”；regretfully意为“后悔地”，故选B。

49. D　考查形容词词义辨析。根据for Joe to climb back or for Simon to pull him up可知所缺的是否定词，排除B、C。而A项unnecessary意为“不必要的”，与文意相悖，故排除。impossible意为“不可能的”，符合语境。

50. B　考查名词词义辨析。根据...was pulling Simon slowly towards the precipice可知，由于乔在悬崖边上悬着，因此他的体重也把西蒙往悬崖下面拖拽着，他们两个都有可能掉下悬崖，丧失生命。height意为“高度”；weight意为“体重”；strength意为“力量”；equipment意为“设备”。

51. A　考查副词词义辨析。根据...after more than an hour in the dark and the icy cold...和...he cut the rope，从在黑暗和寒冷中经过一个多小时的挣扎，到后面西蒙做出了决定，时间的长度和前后的动作变化可知应选Finally“最终”。

52. C　考查动词词组辨析。动作顺序提示前面写两个人在恶劣条件下已经煎熬了一段时间，如果继续这样下去他们很难生还，因此是时候 make a decision“做决定”了。stand back意为“退后”；take a rest意为“休息”；hold on意为“坚持住”。

53. B　考查动词词义辨析。根据cut the rope，in the ice below和下文的into a huge crevasse可知乔掉了下去，故选择fell“跌落”。

54. A　考查动词词义辨析。根据but和...to get out of the crevasse and started to...可知他虽然不能走路了，但是还是设法从裂缝中爬了出来，向着营地移动。manage to do sth.意为“设法做成某事”，使用这个短语的前提是遇到了困难。

55. C　考查动词词义辨析。根据get out of the crevasse and started to...towards their camp可知，空格处应填入的动作和前面爬出裂缝是先后的动作，但此时的乔已经伤痕累累，对他来说只能是一点一点挪到营地，故选择move“移动”。

56. B　考查副词词义辨析。根据their camp，nearly ten kilometres...可知，他要回营地，顺理成章可知他所处的地方离营地大约有10公里。

57. D　考查动词词组辨析。根据下文but he didn't want to leave可知，西蒙已经安全地返回了山脚。headed for意为“出发去”；travelled to意为“旅行到”；left for意为“动身去”；returned to意为“返回到”。本题还包含了完形的技巧：A、C选项同义，同时排除，因为答案只能有一个。它们又和D相反，多数反义的选项会出一个正确的，这是出题老师的选项设计思路。

58. A　考查形容词词义辨析。根据上文西蒙割断绳子，乔掉下悬崖等内容，和空前的He thought that Joe must be...可知，西蒙认为乔一定死了。

59. C　考查副词词义辨析。虽然西蒙认为乔死了，但是患难之交让他并不想立即离开营地。secretly意为“秘密地”；tiredly意为“疲惫地”；immediately意为“立即地”；anxiously意为“焦虑地”。

60. B　考查动词词义辨析。上文写西蒙认为乔已经死了，所以在三天后的半夜里听到了乔的声音，他的反应自然是“简直不敢相信”。

乔·辛普森和西蒙·耶茨是登上安第斯山脉拉格兰德峰西坡的第一人。他们成功登顶后，在下山时却遭遇了种种困境。乔跌倒，摔断了腿。他们都知道，如果西蒙一个人继续走下去，他很可能会平安返回。但是西蒙决定冒着生命危险用绳索把乔从山上放下去。

62. and　空格前后都是完整的句子，说明此处缺少连词。“很多人在车站等车”和“有的人表情是焦虑的”是并列关系，因此填入and。

63. disappointed　本题给出了要填的词，但是考生需要用该词的正确形式填空。本句主语是人，应该是“感到失望的”，因此用动词-ed形式。

64. to　本题考查介词。“靠窗”的表达方式为next to the window。

65. caught　本题考查谓语动词。该句缺少谓语，全文用的是过去时，本空也应用一般过去时。

66. to stop　本题考查动词refuse的用法。refuse与动词连用时中间需加不定式符号to。

67. riding　本题考查非谓语动词。本句谓语动词为kept，表达的意思是“男孩继续骑车”，继续做某事的表达方式是keep doing sth.。

68. did　本题考查一般疑问句。司机问的是刚才发生的事情，需要用一般过去时；句子的谓语动词为lose，因此一般疑问句要用助动词did开头。

69. me/mine　本题考查代词。这里的答语可以有两种，一是“是我的箱子”；二是“是我丢了箱子”，不同的回答需要用不同的代词。

70. suddenly　本题考查副词。空格修饰分句谓语动词became，因此需要用副词形式。

三、全文评析

本次写作给定了主题和三个宽泛的要点。根据主题和给出的首句可以判断文章应该使用将来时态。文章的写作难点在于将三个要点进行扩充，需要学生发挥想象，并运用准确的表达方式。同时，文章的内在逻辑要连贯，避免上下文联系过于松散。

23. B　考查介词用法。“介词in +时间段”表示在未来一段时间后（将发生某事）。简很着急，因为开往机场的火车半小时后发车
 。

24. A　考查祈使句。分析句子结构可知，if和when分别引导从句，故横线处应填入主句部分，应填动词原形observe，构成祈使句。在实验室做实验时要认真观察，看是否有变化发生
 。

25. D　考查非谓语动词。主句为there be句型，were充当谓语动词，故横线处应填入非谓语动词。人们是主动观看直播的，故填入现在分词watching。昨晚，数百万人观看了开幕式的电视直播
 。

26. B　考查定语从句。逗号后为非限定性定语从句，修饰前面的先行词book。从句缺少宾语，故填which。我上周从图书馆借了《大侦探福尔摩斯》这本书，我同学向我推荐过

27. A　考查情态动词。根据句意可知，说话人在请求听话人与其进行简短的交谈，can可以表示请求，意为“能不能”。能和你说句话吗？时间不会太长的
 。

28. D　考查非谓语动词。主句为there be句型，are为谓语动词，横线处应填入solve的非谓语形式。现在分词表示主动和正在进行；过去分词表示被动和完成；不定式表示将要发生。根据句意，问题是将要被解决的，所以应填入to be solved。在我们准备好长期在月球上居住之前仍有许多问题需要解决
 。

29. C　考查连词。as作连词时意为“因为”，表原因；when意为“当…时”，表时间；even though意为“即使，尽管”，表让步；in case意为“以防万一，假设”，表条件。根据句意判断，应填入转折连词。尽管那个森林公园很远，每年还是有很多游客去那里游玩
 。

30. B　考查名词性从句。横线后的部分为was的表语从句，通过前面的moment可知，此空应填入when。对于那个足球明星来说，最棒的时刻就是他踢入决胜之球的瞬间
 。

31. C　考查动词的时态。根据句意可知，回答的人也不知道现在是几点，需要核实一下，核实的动作即将发生，所以应选一般将来时。——几点了？——不知道。不过稍等一下，我给你查一下
 。

32. D　考查动词的时态。根据句意可知，“我”听不懂讲座的原因是，“我”到的时候讲座已经开始了。开始的动作发生在arrived之前，即过去的过去，所以应使用过去完成时。我发现讲座很难懂，因为我到之前它就已经开始了
 。

33. A　考查名词性从句。横线后的部分是believe的宾语从句，从句中缺少主语，故应填入whatever。一些人认为，过去发生的或现在正在发生的任何事情将来仍然会重复发生
 。

34. D　考查虚拟语气。根据条件状语从句用一般过去时可知，这是对现在情况的假设，所以主句谓语应用过去将来时would be。如果你没弄丢地图的话，我们现在都回到酒店了
 。

35. B　考查非谓语动词。横线处作介词without的宾语，所以要用动词-ing形式；且电影明星是被认出，所以应填being recognized。那位电影明星戴着墨镜。这样，他去购物时就不会被认出来了
 。

36. A　考查与about搭配的动词。由并列连词and可知横线处的动词与about搭配的含义应与后面的laughed their heads off相近，laugh one's heads off意为“大笑”，所以选A。joke about 意为“拿…开玩笑”；care about意为“介意，在乎”；forget about意为“忘记”；worry about意为“为…担忧”。

37. B　考查动词辨析。根据上下文推测横线处应填入表示“认为”意思的词，decide有“认定，断定”的意思，符合语境。report意为“报告，报道”；complain意为“抱怨；投诉”；question意为“质疑；提问”。

38. C　考查形容词辨析。由上文可知，这个女孩比12岁的同龄孩子都要瘦小，所以用tiny形容最合适。句意为：我低头看着这个瘦小的女孩儿，对自己承诺无论如何都要帮助她。

39. C　考查动词辨析。这里与文章的标题The Fitting-in of Suzy Khan相呼应：“我”打算帮助这个女孩儿与大家融洽相处。fit in with...意为“（与…）合得来”，故选C。

40. D　考查名词辨析。根据上文可知，“我”决定帮助小女孩与大家融洽相处，所以必须寻找一个方法。manner意为“（做事或行为的）方式”，多指行动的特殊方式或独特的方法；pattern意为“模式；花样，图案”；choice意为“选择”；way意为“方式，方法，手段”，泛指一般的方法。因为这里没有谈到什么具体或特殊的方法，所以只能用笼统的方法way，故选D。

41. C　考查动词辨析。苏济把书翻到印有火车图片的那一页。open...to...意为“把…翻到…”，这里的to是介词，表示“到…地方”，故选C。

42. B　考查形容词辨析。根据下文美术老师的话“Why，it's wonderful”可知，她模仿地理书中印的火车图效果非常好。wonderful与此题选项中的perfect意思相近，故选B。

43. D　考查语境。根据下文45空后的the talent show可知，即将到来的是一场才艺秀，故选D。

44. D　考查语境。根据上一段内容可知，苏济画了一个火车，所以这里应该是“我”把她画的东西展示给美术老师看。color作动词时意为“涂色，染色”；write意为“书写”；carve意为“雕刻”；draw意为“画；描绘”，故选D。

45. C　考查介词。根据文章内容可知，美术老师拿出了一张为才艺秀画的海报。介词for意为“（表示对象）为了，给”，故选C。

46. B　考查语境。由该空前面的more和空后的help两个词可知，老师还需要更多的海报，但老师没有足够的时间，所以邀请苏济帮忙制作。其他三项均明显不符合语境，故选B。

47. D　考查语境。根据上文可知，美术老师让苏济帮忙画海报，所以，才艺秀当天应该到处都能看到她画的海报。上下文中多次出现poster一词，故选D。

48. A　考查形容词辨析。才艺秀当天大家都进行了才艺展示，但校长还要颁发一个特殊的奖项给制作海报的人，因为制作海报原本不是才艺秀的内容。special一词有“特殊的，独特的”之意，故选A。

49. A　考查动词辨析。根据上文可知这些海报是苏济画出来的，paint一词表示“绘画”的意思，其他三个选项代入文中均不合适，故选A。

50. B　考查副词辨析。副词so意为“那么，那样”，修饰形容词或副词时，也可以使用that替代，两者意思相近。that well=so well，故选B。

51. D　考查连词。两个句子之间是因果关系：因为这位同学如此努力地画了这些海报，所以值得奖赏。since作连词时是“由于，因为”的意思，可以与now that和because等词进行同义替换。故选D。

52. A　考查名词。因为这位同学努力地画了这些海报，所以值得奖赏。prize意为“奖励，奖赏”；rank意为“等级；秩序”；rest意为“休息”；place意为“地点，位置”，故选A。

53. B　考查动词辨析。“我”意识到苏济可能从来没有拥有过什么，这些成就和别人的认可第一次让她意识到自己的重要性。reply意为“回答，回复”；realize意为“意识到”；remember意为“记住”；regret意为“后悔，遗憾”。从不知道到知道是一个变化的过程，四个选项中，只有realize一词能够体现出动作的过程性，故选B。

57. D　细节题。根据题干可定位到Getting to Sea Life Melbourne Aquarium部分。根据本部分内容可知，A项表述错误，文中说的是从Southern Cross train station步行短时间即可到达墨尔本水族馆，强调的是“步行”而不是坐火车“take trains”；B项表述错误，文中说的是in and around the city；C项信息文中没有提及。根据...and also routes 70 and 75可知选D。

58. B　细节题。A项表述错误，因为文中明确提到no public car parking；根据文中...in wheelchairs with full access...可知B项正确；C、D两项文中均没有提到。

59. C　细节题。根据ticket定位到文章最后一段。根据本段第一句可知付款后才能打印门票，且门票会在付款后用电子邮件发送，或由自己打印，在入口处出示。由此可排除A、B、D三项。根据present at the front entrance of Sea Life Melbourne Aquarium可知答案为C。

61. A　细节题。根据题干中finally went away定位到文章最后一段。根据该段首句提到的Apparently satisfied that we caused no further threat...可知，棕熊是因为意识到没有了威胁才离开的，也就是感到了安全，所以选A。

62. C　推理判断题。根据题干意思定位到文章最后一段。该段末句提到I'm proud that my family remained clear-headed when panic could have led to a very different outcome. 由此可知，作者的家人保持了头脑清醒（clear-headed），若非如此，结果可能就迥然不同了，所以选C。

64. D　细节题。根据人名定位到第三段。根据该段的内容可知Roland Fryer把input（阅读）和output（考试结果）作为两种激励变量，得到的结果是input的效果好于output，故选D。

65. A　细节题。根据全文内容可知，“losing weight”、“results on exams”、“study harder”、“cut down on your spending”、“spend more time with your family”都强调结果，是太宽泛的目标，不易取得成功；而“control what we eat”、“stop having dessert”、 “walk every day”、“making morning coffee at home”、“a family movie night”等强调行动，是一种input（输入），所以更容易成功，故本题选A。

66. C　推理判断题。根据文章倒数第二段的This is a well-specified action-based goal for which you can measure your success easily可知，作者实际上是建议人们采取能转化为好习惯的行动来实现目标，故选C项。


选择正确的决定


数百万美国人怀揣着与2013年开始时相同的决定开启了2014年，减肥！然而，将减肥作为一个目标是错误的。

为了实现我们减肥的目标，即输出，我们需要控制膳食，即输入。也就是说，我们倾向于关心输出结果，而不控制输入。这是一种糟糕的目标构建方式，其替代方案是将注意力放在输入上面。与其下定决心要减肥，不如尝试可行性的解决方案：“我午饭不再吃甜点了”或者“我每天散步20分钟”。制定一个明确规定输入任务的目标很可能比专注于结果更加有效。

最近，一项新的、激励（包含教育在内）背后的科学被人们所讨论。例如，研究者罗兰·弗赖尔想要探究什么因素最能激励孩子们在学校表现得更好。在一些案例中，他给学生提供了基于输入的激励措施，比如读某些书，而在另一些案例中则给学生提供基于输出的激励措施，比如考试结果。他的主要研究发现是：基于输入的激励能够提高成就，但是基于输出的激励却没有效果。弗赖尔的结论是针对输入的激励可能会更加有效，因为除了像“更加努力学习”这种一般的规则外，学生们不知道如何在考试中表现得更好。而另一方面，读某些书却是一个设定好的、可控性更强的任务。

只要你能对目标进行直接的控制，你就更可能取得成功，如果失败了，也更容易重新开始，因为你很明确地知道你需要做什么。

例如，如果你想减少开支，一个好的目标就是早晨在家喝咖啡而不是去咖啡厅。这是一个充分设定好的、基于行动的目标，你可以很容易地衡量你的成功。少花钱不能算是一个目标，因为它太宽泛了。同样，如果你想花更多的时间陪家人，也不要指望通过这种宽泛的愿望去实现，想一个你能够采用和坚持，并能付诸实施的习惯，比如把每周三晚上作为家庭电影日。

长此以往，这些新的目标就会成为一种习惯。

67. B　细节题。根据题干信息可定位到第二段。第二段最后一句说And it is proving to be an increasing powerful tool in encouraging people to purchase，根据上下文语境可知，此句中的it指的是前面的scent，故选B。

68. A　推理判断题。根据题干中的E-shops可将答案定位到第五段。根据本段中的But while e-shops...only bricks-and-mortar stores can offer a full experience...可以看出，作者的倾向非常明显，认为实体店能提供完整的购物体验，即强调传统实体店的优势，故选A。

69. C　词义猜测题。根据题干中的Paragraph 5将答案定位到第五段。destination的本意是“目的地”，与上文提到的shop场地相同，但意义迥异。它不仅是购物的地方，更多地是强调一种购物的完整体验，有视觉、听觉和味觉的多重享受。这里的意义是针对消费者而言的，而不是商店或商家。A、D选项都是针对商家的，B项跟文章没有关系，只有C项符合题意。

70. D　主旨大意题。这篇文章主要谈论了香味对购物心理的影响，重在介绍和解释香味对于实体店的影响。A项意为“对比和评估”，对比谈到了，而评价涉及较少；B项意为“检测和评估”，科学检测意味太浓，跟本文大意不符；C项意为“争辩和讨论”，在没有批评对象的情况下，这种说法不成立；D项意为“介绍和解释”，而本文正是介绍并解释了香味对消费者购物心理的影响，符合本文主旨，故选D。


商店里的香气


当你进入一家商店，你最先注意到的是什么？是入口处展示的商品，还是柔和的背景音乐？

但是你注意过商店里的气味吗？除非气味很难闻，否则你不太可能注意到。但是尽管与灯光和音响比起来商店里的气味并不突出，但是它的确存在，并且气味在鼓励人们购买商品方面被证明是一种越来越强有力的工具。

一家品牌店因为它独特的香气而知名，香气机制造的香气穿过黑暗的大厅，一直飘到入口处。一种气味可能很有吸引力，但是可能不会仅仅被用来净化空气。一家体育用品公司曾经报道说，当第一次在商店里使用香气时，顾客的购买欲增长了80%。

当提到巴黎最好的购物街时，香气对一个品牌成功的重要性与窗口展示的和所出售的商品的品质同等重要，这主要是因为购物与以往相比成了非常不同的体验。

74. B　空前advertisements一词提示人们当心广告中的不实信息，这与选项B中的ad和sell相对应，故选B。

75. A　本段首先肯定了朋友和家人的作用，然后话锋一转，说要找到适合自己的健康生活方式，所以选A。

25. D　细节题。根据题干信息直接定位到第一段的末尾，其中7 a.m.是作者早上起床的时间，adventure to the sarasota farmers' markets是指要去一个农贸市场抢购蔬菜，故选D。

26. B　细节题。根据题干信息直接定位到第三段，作者说佛罗里达的西红柿如何如何好，而在纽约，西红柿在商店里卖相都很好，但是拿回家就会变得又干又硬，所以答案为B。

27. A　细节题。根据题干信息直接定位到全文最后一句话，作者那天晚上打算去那家农场餐厅吃饭的，作者设想自己连菜单都不用看，直接就点和西红柿相关的菜。

28. B　主旨题。题干信息词为best describes Dali，根据提示直接定位到文章首段，该段主要介绍了达利是最有名的现代艺术家之一，并对其生平和贡献总体进行了概括；为了表示对他的尊敬，蓬皮杜中心展出了其相关作品，作者通过一系列数字体现了达利的作品之多，故此题选B，即多产的。

29. A　细节题。题干信息词为Dali's The Persistence of Memory
 ，由此直接定位到文章第一段的后半部分，这里在谈到The Persistence of Memory
 时做了一小段解释说明，即the best pieces，most importantly，可以得出正确答案为A，即该作品是达利的杰作之一。

30. D　细节题。根据题干信息词the World of Dali，直接定位到文章第二段第二句：The exhibition follows a path of time and subject with the visitor exiting through the brain. 因此选择D。

31. C　细节题。根据题干信息词contributions和in the last paragraph，直接定位到文章的最后一段。这里不是泛指单纯的“贡献”，而是指为了合办这场展览进行了相关作品的挑选，所以其他机构所做的便是捐赠作品，因此contributions在这里的意思是“捐助，捐助之物”，所以选择C。

32. D　细节题。根据文题顺序一致原则及题干信息La Chope定位到文章第一段。题干考查：人们在这个咖啡馆被鼓励做什么事情？第一段第二句This evening...表示时间，第一段第三句Here...表示地点，确定答案在本句Here they are learning to get in touch with their true feelings，意为“在这里他们学会触碰自己的真实情感”。选项A学习一门新的学科；选项B和朋友们保持联系；选项C炫耀自己的知识；选项D表达他们的真实情感。可知D选项中的true feelings和原文定位句匹配，故选D。

33. C　细节题。题干考查：咖啡馆如何被法国生活方式所影响？根据题干信息French lifestyle，定位到文中第二段第四句，由原文中Over the years，Parisian cafes have fallen victim to changes in the French lifestyle—longer working hours，a fast-food boom and a younger generation's desire to spend more time at home. 可知法国生活方式的变化有：工作时间加长、吃快餐、年轻一代更愿意宅在家里。注意四个选项中的They指代的都是咖啡馆。选项C咖啡馆很少被访问，也就是说很少有人来咖啡馆了，因为年轻人都更愿意宅在家里。故选C。

34. A　细节题。题干考查：主题咖啡馆被期望做到什么？根据题干关键词theme cafes定位到文中第二段倒数第二句Dozens of new theme cafes appear to change the situation.（许多新型主题咖啡馆改变了这一现状。）说明前文提到了某个问题，主题咖啡馆解决了这个问题，带来了改变。选项B提供更好的饮品；选项C创造更多的工作；选项D为邻居们服务，均未提及。而选项A意为：拯救了咖啡馆行业，前文提到咖啡馆沦为巴黎生活方式变化的牺牲品，可以看出咖啡馆行业不如以前景气，而新型主题咖啡馆的出现解决了这一问题，拯救了咖啡馆行业。故选A。

35. B　推理题。题干考查：为什么心理咖啡馆在巴黎越来越受欢迎？根据题干关键词psychology cafes（心理咖啡馆）定位到第三段首句 ，which引导的非限制性定语从句说明心理咖啡馆是在offer great comfort，即为人们带来心里抚慰。本题选项极具迷惑性。选项A为人们带来真正的友谊，原文未提及；选项B给人们以精神上的支持；选项C帮助人们实现梦想；选项D为商业链条提供平台，原文未提及。排除选项C，因为从逻辑上判断，仅仅去一次心理咖啡馆就可以实现梦想是不可能的。只有选项B符合第三段段落主旨，故选B。

今晚，“冲突”被列在咖啡馆La Chope的菜单上。今晚和每个星期四晚上一样，心理学家莫德·莱哈尔会引领法国两大最受喜爱的消遣方式：喝咖啡和“谈话治疗”。他们在这里学习如何触碰自己的真实情感。这并不总是那么容易。一些顾客，有差不多30个巴黎人，每次支付不到2美元（加上饮料）后很快就开始高谈阔论，缓慢打开话题并进行下去。“你不能说‘某人感觉’，或‘人们认为’，而应该说‘我想’、‘我认为’。”莱哈尔告诉他们。

一个由咖啡馆所构筑的社会里，不允许高谈阔论？那似乎看起来太不像法国了。但莱哈尔的心理学咖啡馆不仅仅是关于了解自己，它正在试图帮助城区中陷入困境的社区咖啡馆。多年来，法国生活方式发生变化，人们的工作时间变长，快餐业蓬勃发展，年轻一代希望花更多的时间待在家里，为此巴黎的咖啡馆深受其害。几十个新的主题咖啡馆似乎改变着这一现状。围绕心理学、历史和工程的咖啡馆开始流行起来，这使晚上的咖啡馆桌桌爆满。

城市的“心理学咖啡馆”为人们提供巨大的安慰，是最受人们欢迎的地方之一。中年家庭主妇、退休人员和失业人员来到这里和心理学家一起谈论爱、愤怒和梦想。他们来到莱哈尔团队就是想学会说出他们真实的感受。莫里斯·弗里施说：“在巴黎，人们对于沟通有十分大的需求。”他是附近一家教堂的一位宗教教职人员，也是La Chope咖啡馆的一名常客。“人们几乎没有真正的朋友。他们需要打开心扉。”莱哈尔说她希望看到心理学咖啡馆开遍整个法国。“如果人们能够正常地生活，这些咖啡馆就不会存在了。”她说。“如果生活不是一场战争，人们就不再需要这样一个特殊的地方只是为了想说出心里话。”不过如果那样的话，那就不是法国了。

本文主要讲述如何重建人际关系中的信任。在当今社会，人与人之间容易出现信任危机，本文旨在为我们阐述如何开启信任的破冰之旅。

36. B　考查代词和顺承逻辑关系。段中空，位于首段，解题信息在空前和空后的句子。前一句意为“信任是通过以往的经历后天习得的行为”。后一句意为“信任是一次冒险”。选项A极具迷惑性，但是该段中没有提到yourself，故排除。实际上本句是对信任的理解。选项B中的it代指上文中刚刚出现的trust。第一段的前三句实际是顺承的逻辑关系。故选B。

37. G　考查代词和因果逻辑关系。段中空，解题要点在空前和空后的句子。前一句意为“有时人们再也无法相信别人”，后一句意为“这是可以理解的”。代词It一定承前指代，空格内容必然偏向于对于这种不信任的理解和解释。所以G选项中的they指代的就是前一句中的people，选项G“他们已经被伤得太重，无法忍受让伤害再次发生。”后面顺接“所以这（因为受过伤，不愿再受伤）是可以理解的”符合语境，故选G。

38. A　考查上下文的同义复现。段首空。空后第一句Having confidence in yourself...意为“对自己有信心才能够做出更好的选择”。所以前面内容应该是对自己的肯定，选项A意为“学会真正相信自己”符合语境，故选A。

39. C　考查上下文的原文复现。段首空。空后一句中出现victim。综观所剩选项，选项C中也含有victim一词，意为“别再把自己看作受害者”，符合原文语境，故选C。

40. E　考查上下文语义中的转折逻辑关系。段中空。空格后面的Instead（反而）一词表明此处的逻辑关系为转折。转折后面出现正面态度词汇positive，那么反推转折词Instead前面应该是负面态度。选项E意为“看到事情积极的一面并不意味着你忽略周围发生的事”，因此负面态度E选项入选。本题关注转折词有利于解题，其前后的态度或语义相反。故选E。


重建人际关系中的信任


信任是通过以往的经历后天习得的行为。它是指把信任交付于某个人。信任是一次冒险。但当做坏事的人不负责改正自己的错误时，你会对人际关系缺乏信任，结果你就不会成功（建立对他人的信任）。

不幸的是，我们都是背叛的受害者。无论我们是被盗，被欺骗，被误导，或被背叛，我们都是在不同程度地失去信任。有时人们再也无法相信别人。他们已经被伤得太重，无法忍受让伤害再次发生。这是可以理解的，但如果你愿意在人际关系中重新建立信任的话，这里有一些步骤可以让你做到。

· 学会真正相信自己。拥有自信会帮助你做出更好的选择，因为你可以看到你的幸福就是最好的结果。

· 别再把自己看作受害者。如果你被人背叛了，你是你周围环境的受害者。但是做一个受害者和以一种“受害者心态”生活是有区别的。在我们人生的某个时间点，我们的信任会受到检验或亵渎。

· 你没有失去“一切”。一旦失去了信任，那还剩下什么呢？不要从这个绝望的角度看待这一情形，专注于一切你仍然拥有的，感恩你生活中所有美好的东西。看到事情积极的一面并不意味着你忽略周围发生的事。相反，这是一种健康的方式，通过实践经历来更大程度地让我们的生活充满积极的态度和宽恕。

41. C　本题考查动词词义辨析。A. Quit 放弃；B. Changed 改变；C. Lost 丢失；D. Finished 完成。本题引号里的内容是男人在纸上写的字，通过“Family to Feed”（养家糊口），可知这个男人此时时运不济，应该没有工作，只能选A或C。而A是主动放弃工作，不合文意。故选C。

42. C　本题考查名词词义辨析。A. condition 环境，状态；B. place 地方；C. sight 景象，视野；D. show 展览，表演。本句意为“在这个商店，这种_____是不常见的”。这里是在形容作者和两个孩子在超市前看到那个男人时的情形，所以这种景象是不常见的。其他三个词都不足以形容这种场景。

43. B　本题考查名词词义辨析。A. suggestion 建议；B. comment 评论，说明；C. decision 决定；D. call 叫喊，要求。这里是描述十岁的孩子表达对眼前的情景的感受和评论。make a comment on 意为“对…进行评论”。

44. C　本题考查副词词义辨析。A. by通过；B. proudly 骄傲地；C. outside 在外面，向外；D. angrily 生气地。十岁的孩子说这么冷的天站在外面一定很难受。前文没有描写那个男人的心情和态度，“我们”又是在路上遇到这个男人，所以答案是C。

45. D　本题考查动词词义辨析。A. draw 画，吸引；B. say说；C. arrange 安排；D. pick 挑选。空格所在句意为：在超市里，“我”让孩子们_____东西。下一句出现They got apples，a sandwich...可知孩子们做的事情是挑选超市里的东西。故选D。

46. A　本题考查动词词义辨析。A. appreciate 感激，欣赏；B. supply供给；C. order 命令，订购；D. discover 发现。空格所在句意为：孩子们挑选的是他们觉得那个男人会_____的东西。孩子们挑选东西是为了帮助超市外面那个男人，所以肯定是那个男人所感激和需要的东西，故选A。

47. D　本题是名词词义辨析题，考查上下文语境。下面一段第二句话提到When I handed him the gift card，很明显可以推知前面所买的东西除了食物还有a gift card，故选D。

48. B　本题考查形容词词义辨析。A. easy容易的；B. 低的，数量少的；C. soft 柔软；D. loose 松的。空格所在句意为：孩子提议要买一张gift card，我想了一下，我们的现金_____。后文出现了but，并且后面提到“我们”真的买了gift card，所以but前是可能会不买gift card的原因，那么原因就是“我们”自己的现金也不太多。故选B，表示数量少的。

49. A　本题考查动词词义辨析。A. giving 给予；B. saving 拯救；C. spending 花费；D. begging 乞求。本句意为“有时候相比锦上添花，雪中送炭正是我们需要做的”。giving from our need根据需要而给予，即雪中送炭。

50. D　本题考查副词词义辨析。A. yet 但是，然而；B. even 甚至；C. still 仍然；D. just 就是，正好。just what we need to do意为“正是我们需要做的”。

51. B　本题考查动词词义辨析。A. declared宣布，声称；B. shared分享；C. ignored忽略，忽视；D. expected期待。此处是说一家人带的钱不多，但为了帮助超市门口的男人，孩子们分享出了一些本周可用可不用的东西，故选B。

52. A　本题为名词词义辨析题，考查上下文语境。从上文They got apples，a sandwich...可以得知孩子们开始挑选的都是食物。所以选A。

53. B　本题考查形容词词义辨析。A. sleepy困倦的；B. watery含水的，泪汪汪的；C. curious好奇的；D. sharp锋利的。“我们”给那个男人一袋子食物时，他面露喜色，_____地看着我们，一个劲儿地感谢我们。这里男人对于“我们”无疑是感激涕零，故B项最符合。

54. B　本题考查连词词义辨析。空格处既作前面介词for的宾语，又作后面从句his family might need的宾语，故应填指代物品的连接代词。B. whatever 无论什么；C. whichever 无论哪个，而在某个范围内挑选东西时才用whichever，本文并未提到范围，故选B。

55. C　本题考查名词词义辨析。A. message 信息；B. example 例子；C. experience 经历；D. adventure冒险。这对于我们全家来说是美好的_____。该句句首的代词this指代前文中讲述的我和孩子一起经历过的事情，故选C。

56. D　本题考查动词词义辨析。A. rely on依赖；B. respect 尊敬；C. learn from向…学习；D. help 帮助。孩子们一直在寻找我们能够_____的其他人。前文叙述的故事是在讲孩子们和妈妈一起帮助了一位失业的陌生人，对孩子们的影响是使其懂得要乐于助人。故选D。

57. C　本题考查副词词义辨析。A. suddenly 突然地；B. vividly 生动地；C. differently 不同地；D. perfectly 完美地。该句意思是：如果我当时只是简单地说“不，我们真的没有钱可以给你了”，那事情的发展会完全_____。句中if引导的从句是对过去事实的假设，这和前面作者的实际做法和态度截然相反。由此可知，如果这么说了，结果肯定会完全不同，故选C。

58. D　本题考查名词词义辨析。A. time时间；B. power力量；C. patience耐心；D. money钱。“我们没有更多的_____”。第三段提到了low on cash ourselves。所以这里是说我们没有更多的“钱”可以给他。故选D。

59. A　本题考查名词词义辨析。A. need 需要；B. love爱；C. fear 害怕；D. memory 记忆。固定搭配help sb. in need表示帮助有需要的人。此处是说我们对于路边男人的帮助正是他所需要的。

60. B　本题考查形容词词义辨析。在帮助别人的同时，也让我的孩子们体会到了帮助他人的_____滋味。通篇来看，孩子们很享受帮助他人，故“滋味”应该是甜的，所以答案选B。

64. that/which　本题考查定语从句中关系代词的用法。空前River为名词，主句完整，所以后面应为定语从句。从句部分缺主语，所以填关系代词。先行词为物，故填which或that。

65. paintings　本题考查名词单复数用法。前面有so many进行修饰，后面名词一定为可数名词的复数形式，故填paintings。

66. by　本题考查介词用法。此处是说“乘车只需一个小时的路程”，表示乘车的方式应用介词by表达。

67. is　本题考查动词时态。“阳朔的确是一个美丽的城市”是一个客观事实，因此应采用一般现在时，故填系动词is。

68. conducted　本题考查非谓语动词的用法。句中的谓语动词为一般现在时的第三人称单数形式names，conduct要采用非谓语动词的形式，study和website之间是动宾关系，所以用被动形式，意为“由网站组织进行的关于游客的调查”。

69. regularly　本题考查副词的用法。空格处修饰后面的动词arranges，所以用副词形式regularly。

70. living　本题考查非谓语动词的用法。live与people之间为主动关系，故填live的现在分词形式living。

22. A　猜词题。根据题干which can best replace the phrase “signed off” in Paragraph1得知此题为猜词题，猜测signed off的意思，所以定位到文章第一段倒数第二句，这句话的意思是：当我把电视机运回家里的时候，它运作非常良好，我会一直开着电视直到晚上所有电台都_____。细看四个选项，选项A“结束所有的节目”正符合题意，即当所有电台关闭的时候，作者才会关电视，强调了作者一开始对这台电视机的喜爱，正好也符合off这个单词的意思，所以这道题的答案为A。

23. D　细节题。根据题干How did the author finally get his TV set working again定位到文章最后一段最后一句，这句话的意思是：于是我又去电视机修理店花了62美元，现在才使电视机运转良好，所以答案为D。

24. D　主旨题。此题考查的是作者的观点态度，定位到文章最后一段。作者用高价买了电视机，回来以后却不运转了，怎么摇晃、敲打都不起作用，又花了很多钱去修理这个电视机，最后虽然暂时运转良好，但是末尾提到I keep expecting more trouble，表明作者觉得还会有更多的麻烦等着他，所以作者的心情应该是无奈的，但是却用诙谐幽默的方式叙述了自己的这个经历，所以作者的叙述口吻应该是humorous，故选择D。

25. B　主旨题。根据题干可知此题为主旨题，根据说明文开篇点题的特点及题文同序原则定位到文章的第一个段落。该段第一句话说“你的房间可能会对你的身材产生影响”，所以这篇文章是写给那些关心自己身材的人的，故选B。

26. B　细节题。根据题干“蓝色背景的房间可以帮助人们…”定位到文章第三段，该段主要说明房间的颜色对减肥计划的影响。第二句说“在蓝色屋子里吃饭的人要比在黄色或者红色屋子里吃饭的人少吃33%”，所以蓝色背景的房间能够帮助人们降低食物摄入量，所以答案为B。

27. C　细节题。根据题干“建议人们在吃饭的时候怎么做”定位到文章第四段和第五段，第四段说的是吃饭的时候要慢条斯理，不要着急，吃得慢利于减肥。第五段说的是减小盘子、勺等餐具的大小，人们用大尺寸的餐具容易吃得多，不利于保持身材。所以建议人们吃饭的时候用小尺寸的餐具，答案为C。A和B选项的意思正好跟文章相反，应该是“减慢速度”和“听令人放松的音乐”。D选项在文章中没有提到。

28. C　主旨题。题干要求给文章起一个标题，文章主要说的是房间的设计与人的身材之间的关系，所以这个题目一定要提到与“房间设计”和“身材”相关的关键词，符合条件的只有选项A，故答案为A。

你的房间可能会对你的身材产生影响。专家指出，你设计自己房间的方式可能对你增肥或减肥产生影响。你可以使自己的生活环境有利于而不是阻碍你减肥。这里有一些方法可以让你的房间成为你减肥计划的一部分。

减小盘子的尺寸。大的碗或者盘子很容易让我们变胖。我们如果用12寸，而不是10寸的盘子吃饭的时候，我们会多吃20%的食物。当我们选择用一个大勺子而不是小勺子的时候，我们会多摄入14%的食物。当我们选择用矮脚杯而不是高脚的玻璃杯的时候，我们会多饮用30%的液体。

29. C　细节题。根据题文一致的原则可将答案定位到文章第一段，该段第一句提到More students than ever before are taking a gap year before going to university，由此可知，the gap year正变得越来越流行，故选C。

30. A　细节题。根据题干中的人名关键词Tony Higgins可将答案定位到文章第三段，该段第三句提到Students who take a well-planned year out are more likely to be satisfied with，and complete，their chosen course，由此可知，休“间隔年”的学生能更好地为大学学习做好准备，故选A。

31. B　主旨题。根据题干中的人名关键词Owain James可将答案定位到文章第四段，该段首句提到并非所有人对“间隔年”都持积极态度，紧接着第二句指出欧文·詹姆斯认为学生休“间隔年”是去为了挣学费。据此可以判断出欧文·詹姆斯对“间隔年”这一现象表示担忧，故选B。

32. C　细节题。根据题干关键词NUS statistics定位到第四段最后一句...the figure increases to 90% during vacation periods，由此可知，大多数学生放假期间被迫去工作赚取学费，故选C。

与以往相比，更多的学生选择在上大学之前休一个“间隔年”。过去经常把这段时期称作高中和大学之间的“休假”。牛津和剑桥大学的申请者在11月份的入学考试与下一个学年开始之前有数月的时间，间隔年起源于此。

根据大学入学申请办事处提供的入学数据，今年有25，310名已经被高等学府录取的学生将入学时间推迟到了第二年。

记录显示，休‘间隔年’的学生人数相比去年增长了14.7%。大学入学申请办事处的托尼·希金斯说，这一统计数据对接受高等教育的人来说是个好消息。他说：“在‘间隔年’有着明确规划的学生更容易对所选的课程感到满意，并将其完成。休‘间隔年’的学生通常更加成熟，富有责任感。”

34. D　细节题。根据题干关键信息the lowest fee on 17 March，比较四条旅游路线在3月17日的费用，Tour A、B、C、D该日费用依次是：£37、£36、£37、£33，对比得知Tour D费用最低。因此选D。

35. A　细节题。根据题干关键信息Hampton Court定位到Tour C，此处第二小段第四句提到这一前royal palace已经作为a major tourist attraction对公众开放，而其前一句对其原因进行了说明：With 500 years of history，Hampton Court was once the home of four Kings and one Queen可知Hampton Court作为主要的旅游胜地的原因在于其曾是英国王室的居住之地。因此选A。

36. C　段中空，需关注空格所在的前后句子。根据空后叙述的内容，best-fitting，best-built running shoes是需要在训练前准备的一些设备，所以空格处应填入时间状语：在开始训练前，故选C。

37. E　段中空，需关注空格所在的前后句子。根据空前shoes that seem right和to double-check the fit得知空格处需要描述double-check之后的结果，即穿了几天后鞋是否合脚，可对应选项E。

38. A　段中空，需关注空格所在的前后句子。根据空前一句中的时间状语During the first week和空后一句中的时间状语during the next week，以及39题后的After two weeks得知，本段应该是按照时间顺序展开的，对应选项After six days，故选A。

39. D　段中空，需关注空格所在的前后句子。根据空前set a goal of at least a mile and a half per run和空后start timing yourself，可推知本题应该是在说跑步距离方面的情况，对应选项D中的increase the distance by a half mile，故选D。

40. G　段中空，需关注空格所在的前后句子。根据本段的时间顺序，可知此处当属结尾，对应选项Now；并且根据空前提到的“逐渐增加训练距离和时间”可知此处对应选项G中的a goal of improving distance and time；又由于空后you plan to对应选项figure out a goal of，故选G。

马拉松比赛的训练需要认真的准备以及在跑步长度方面逐渐稳定的增长。在开始训练前，要购买你能找到的最合适的和最塑形的跑鞋。没有人可以说哪个品牌最适合你或者穿在你脚上最合适，所以你购买时必须依靠自己的经验和每双鞋穿在脚上的感觉。当你找到一双不错的鞋时，穿上它们走几天以便再次检查鞋是否合脚。如果穿上这双鞋走几天仍然感觉不错，你就可以穿着它跑步了。通常在每次跑步前你应该至少伸展十分钟以避免受伤。

41. B　本题考查的是形容词辨析，后句中出现了But，很显然But后面的内容是强调重点，后文提到了somewhere else instead，即有其他方法可以代替。A公共的，B传统的，C官方的，D特殊的，根据语境和常识可知，答案应该是B，即通过老师和学校学习知识本身就是一种传统的学习渠道。

42. C　本题考查的是动词辨析，主要考查词义辨析，前文提到了一些传统的学习渠道，But表明一定还有其他的学习途径，lie有“位于”的含义，用在这里表明除了在学校里，其他途径也能够学习一些东西。

43. D　本题是名词题。根据下文可知，“我”去观看了女儿的比赛，而女儿的这次比赛不可能是经常反复发生的，所以habit排除；并且这件事情是事先确定好的，不是“我”心血来潮决定要去的，所以idea也可排除；dream表示梦想，也不符合语意，所以答案为D，机会。

44. C　下文中提到了Saturday和Sunday，说明“我”是在周末观看女儿比赛，所以答案为C。

45. B　本题为动词题。考查的是动词和名词的搭配，前文中说她们比赛表现很好，后文又提到母亲观看比赛，所以女儿一定是参与了比赛，故应填entered，选B。

46. A　本题考查的是形容词。前文中说她们参加的锦标赛通常只有一些技术更强的俱乐部球队参加，后文提到了defeated，所以此处一定是负向词，所以答案应该是painful，痛苦的。

47. D　本题考查的是副词词义辨析，后文中提到了defeated，说明女儿所在的队被打败了，那么这个对手一定实力比她们强，四个词当中只有better能够表达这个含义，故选D，poorly表示“糟糕地；贫穷地”。

48. D　本题考查名词。根据前后文内容可知，这个比赛是girls共同参与的，所以是她的“球队”没有进球，故答案是D。

49. B　本题考查的是动词用法。此处考查的是感情态度，女儿所在的球队没有进球，母亲应该是很着急的，所以应该选一个负向词。其中B表示“讨厌”，D表示“错过；想念”，很显然答案应该是B。

50. C　本题考查连词用法，空格前说女儿尽了全力，空格后说女儿失败了，很明显中间应该用转折连词，所以答案是C，but。

51. A　本题为名词题。后文中提到这些女孩的表现发生了变化，并且空前有定冠词the，说明空格处指代前文中出现过的这些女孩，故答案为A。

52. B　本题为动词题。根据语义，可采用排除法。dress表示“穿衣，打扮”，make up表示“组成”，代入空格处逻辑不通，均可排除。show up表示“出现”，plan表示“计划”，参赛这件事情不是她们能够计划出现与否的，所以此处应该表示她们在周日的比赛上出现的时候，答案是B。

53. D　本题考查副词辨析。根据下文提到的她们的表现来看，与周六的状态不一样了，completely表示“完全地”，形容这种变化的程度。所以答案是D。

54. A　本题为动词题。A看见，B了解，C听说，D读。根据上下文可知，她们上一次比赛就是在周六，所以她们自己经历过的，一定是她们亲眼所见的，答案是A。

55. C　本题为名词题。她们在进行的是比赛，不是训练，所以答案是C。

56. A　本题为副词题。这个段落开始出现转折，表示她们的状态和表现有了很大进步。A甚至，B仍然，C很少，D再一次，由上文可知，之前的比赛中她们是没有进球的，所以答案是A。

57. B　本题考查动词用法。remind表示“提醒”，而这里是作者第一次想到，故排除；warn表示“警告”，也不符合语境，只有struck最合适，表示这件事触动了“我”。所以答案是B。

58. D　本题非常简单，在第一段中已经点明文章主旨与learning有关，所以这里呼应开头，答案是D。

59. A　本题是名词题。从全文这个故事可以看出，女孩在这次比赛中成长了很多，Independence表示“自立”，Curiosity指好奇心，和文章故事脱节；Interest表示“兴趣”，文中也不涉及；Experience表示“经历”，符合文章主旨，答案是A。

60. C　本题考查形容词搭配。根据空格后的but可知，前后两句在语义上为转折关系，but后的分句强调她们在比赛中学到的东西比在学校学到的更有针对性和意义，即两者的不同点，很显然but前的分句则强调两者的相同点。harmful to表示“对…有害”，apply to表示“申请”，mix with表示“混合”，均不符合题意，所以答案是C。

67. at　本题考查介词。at the same time为固定搭配，表示与此同时。

68. goes　本题考查时态。根据后面的时间状语day after day，此处应用一般现在时，表示动作的重复性。

69. natural　本题考查形容词。该空修饰名词architects，前文对普韦布洛印第安人的赞誉表明他们是非常有天赋的建筑师，所以要把括号中的nature改为形式词形式natural（天生的）。

70. how　本题考查连词。figure out后面缺少宾语，所以该题考查的是宾语从句的连词，空格后为形容词，故应填入how修饰thick。

37. C　考查名词辨析。根据上句中的jazz music推断，此处属于原词重现，故应选music，音乐。voice 人声；ring 铃声；cry 哭声，均不符合语境。

38. B　考查副词辨析。此处表示前后句的逻辑关系，根据上句中的made them feel very happy以及后面一句中their happiness disappeared可以推断前后句之间为转折的逻辑关系，故应选however，然而。therefore 因此；otherwise 否则；instead 反而，逻辑关系均不对。

39. A　考查名词辨析。根据本句中的under their door以及后文中提到的so I wrote a short note，可以推断有人在他们门下塞了张note，纸条。poster 海报；bill 账单；report 报告。答案为A。

40. D　考查形容词辨析。修饰的是people，根据后句中的and he couldn't imagine any of them had done that可以推断此处对people的修饰词表达的是正面态度，符合句意的是nice，好。proud 骄傲的；lucky幸运的；rich 富有的。故答案选D。

41. A　考查名词辨析。根据前文中的one of their neighbors得知抱怨钢琴噪音的是他们的邻居，因此达里奥建议给邻居写道歉信，故应选neighbors，邻居。friends 朋友；relatives 亲戚；audiences 听众，观众。答案选A。

55. C　考查名词辨析。根据上文he was happy to see the big smile on his mother's face和下文made him feel that they were home at last可以推断此时他的感觉应该是积极向上的，而且跟家和幸福相关的应该是温暖，应选择warmth，温暖。equality 平等；freedom 自由；sympathy 同情。故答案选C。

57. D　本题为细节题。根据题干信息keep himself warm定位到文章第四段。该段末尾目的状语to stay as warm as he could提示前面内容即为尼古拉斯取暖的方式，定位到该段首句：他用滑雪板做了一个雪洞。需要注意的是本题题干中的keep himself warm与第三段find shelter from the freezing wind and snow有所重合，若不通读，容易误选A项found a shelter。本题答案为D选项。

58. B　本题为细节题。根据关键词Tuesday定位到文章第六段，根据之后文中信息可知他最终获救。对应的句子意思是：周二那天，他再次出去寻求帮助。走了一英里左右后，遇到了志愿救援人员。被大雪困了两天后，他终于获救了。因此答案选B。

59. A　本题为推断题。根据题干关键信息deep impression定位到文章最后一段，很显然since之后的内容即为答案所在。整个尾段的意思为：当格里尔斯听到尼古拉斯的惊人事迹时，对他的成功逃生印象非常深刻，因为他比任何人都了解尼古拉斯为了存活下来所付出的那份艰辛。因此答案选A。

64. D　本题为词汇题。词汇题主要基于已知信息依靠语句间的逻辑关系推断出所考词汇要表达的意思。根据题干定位到第三段，该段第二句出现转折词But，之后出现some...和others...的对比，其意为：有些动物可以减缓并散射光线，使光线从原先的轨道上反射回去；而另一些会吸收光线，使它在原有的轨迹上彻底消失。dead除了常见的“死的”含义，还可以用作副词，表示“完全地”。所以D符合题意。

65. C　本题为细节题。根据题干an animal to become transparent定位到原文倒数第三段第一句。该句提到，动物想要变得透明，需要阻止自己的身体吸收或者散射光线。所以答案为C。

66. D　本题为细节题。根据题干信息定位到文章最后一段，该段第三句出现转折，且转折后出现结论性语句One thing is clear：for these larger animals，staying transparent is an active process.即有一件事是清楚的：对于这些大型透明动物来说，保持透明是一个积极的过程。再根据前文可知要保持透明需减少光线的传播。所以答案选D。


透明动物


透明动物的身体会被光线穿透，就像玻璃被光线穿透一样。这些动物通常生活在海洋的表面和3300英尺深的水域之间——远至大部分光线能够到达的地方。大多数的透明动物都非常脆弱，轻轻的触碰就会使它们受到伤害。生物科学家桑科·约翰逊说：“这些动物终生独居。它们从来不触碰任何东西，除非是它们要吃的食物，或者一些动物要以它们为食。”

它们像玻璃一样透明。一种动物如何变得如此透明呢？这可能比你想象的还要复杂。

你周围的物体都是可见的，那是因为它们反射光线。光通常以直线传播。但是一些物体减缓并散射光线的传播，把它从原有的轨迹上反射回去。而另一些物体吸收光线，使它在原有的轨迹上彻底消失。不论散射或吸收光线，都会使该物体看起来与它周围的其他物体不同，所以你很容易就能看到该物体。

但是透明物体并不吸收或散射光线，至少吸收或散射得不多。光线不经弯曲或阻碍就能够穿过这些透明物体本身。这就意味着透明物体看起来无异于它周围的水或空气。你看不到它——你只能看见它背后的物体。

动物想要变得透明，需要阻止自己的身体吸收或者散射光线。一般生物体自身都含有色素，这种色素能够吸收光线中特殊的色彩。因此一般生物体能够阻止光线。而透明动物自身并不含有色素，因此它的身体组织无法吸收光线。约翰逊认为，身体避免吸收光线其实非常简单，真正困难的事情是阻止光线的散射。

动物是由许多不同的物质构成的——皮肤、脂肪以及更多其他的东西；光线穿过每种物质的速度都不相同。每次光线以一种新的速度穿透一种组织时，它就会弯曲，并散射。透明动物使用了不同的技巧来应对光线散射。有些动物极其微小或极其平坦，并没有很多的身体组织来散射光线，所以身体更容易被“看穿”。另一些动物由一团透明的、非生物式的、像果冻一样的物质组成，它们可以透过光线。

大型的透明动物有一个最大的挑战，因为它们若要变得透明，就必须使自己身体里所有不同的组织能够减缓光线，且其速度必须与海水减缓光线的速度一致，且这些不同的组织之间的减缓速度必须一致。它们是如何做到如此统一的仍然不得而知。但有一件事是清楚的：对于这些大型动物来说，保持透明是一个积极的过程。当它们死亡时，它们就会变成非透明的奶白色。

本文是一篇议论文，文章以父母对上大学的成年子女是否过度保护为例子，提出了科技带来的改变容易被误认为态度的改变的问题。

67. C　本题为细节题。根据题干关键词surveys定位到文章第二段第二句，该句提到，研究表明如今的父母在孩子上大学后依旧对孩子在某种程度上过分保护。故C为正确答案。

68. C　本题为主旨题。议论文的主旨题一定会关注作者的论点。本文作者在开篇即提出观点：有些因技术提升而带来的社会变革被误解为观念的转变。为了证明这一论点，作者以家长管教孩子为例提出，很多人认为当今家长对孩子过分保护，实则是因为技术带来了便利。把握好作者观点，不难选出C选项。

69. A　本题为主旨题。依旧要把握住作者讨论的对象。家长对孩子的所谓过分保护是因为技术变化还是观念变化？很显然作者认为是前者。故答案为A。

70. B　本题为结构题。该类题型注意第一段即为介绍部分，最后一段为结论。故应重点分析文章中间的段落，注意关注逻辑连接词。不难发现文章第三段开头的转折连词However，第五段的顺承连词Furthermore。第二段论述当今研究的结果及大众的认知。第三段作者开始阐述自己的观点，分两方面进行论述，一方面，过去的父母想对孩子进行管教却受条件约束。另一方面，大学生对父母在经济上的依赖现象从以往到现在都存在。文章结构为引入—要点1—要点2—次要点1—次要点2—结论，故答案为B。

技术变革无处不在，它影响着我们生活的方方面面，而且大多数情况下是带来积极的影响。但是，人们常常把新技术带来的社会变革误认为是观念的转变。

最切身的一个事例就是父母介入到正在读大学的孩子的生活中。有关这一话题的调查结果表明：现在，即便是孩子上大学，搬进了大学宿舍后，父母依旧会“太过于”或者“稍微”过度地保护他们的孩子。这些调查也表明：与上一代人相比，现在的父母介入到孩子的生活中的比例更高了。对于这一现象，人们通常将它解读为这样一个信号：现在的父母都在努力掌控他们孩子的生活，但这种行为有点太过了，不太合适。

但是，父母更多地介入到孩子的生活中并不一定意味着父母无法对他们的“成人”孩子放手。

根据他们的讨论，对于父母介入到他们已长大的孩子的生活中这一事例而言，首先找到引起这一变化的原因似乎十分有价值。在早些年代，如果父母想要跟他们读大学的孩子经常保持联系，这有可能吗？或许不可能。另一方面，现在人们可以经常进行交流和沟通，这是否意味着我们上一代的人就没有这种沟通交流的欲望呢？很多研究表明：如果联系方式和花费不成问题的话，更加年老的父母，也就是现在的爷爷奶奶辈的人，也会更经常地给他们的孩子打电话的。

而且，研究表明：父母和读大学的孩子之间交流最频繁的话题就是钱的问题。众所周知，大学生在经济上都是依赖于他们的父母的，他们也会要求家里给他们多寄点钱。这个现象无所谓好与坏。这就是大学生活的事实，不管是以前还是现在，都是如此。

由于先进技术的发展，我们生活在一个沟通更加便利的年代。这样的话，父母在他们读大学的孩子的生活中所扮演的角色也就有了更多的含义。但是，还是要记住，所有这些改变都是技术的发展所致，并非一些人想象的是父母想要把他们的孩子保护在“他们的翅膀”之下。

第二节

71. B　本题为段中空，且处于首段，需关注前后句及文章首句。该段第二句Daydreamers have a bad reputation...是总起句，且为负态度。其后的They can seem forgetful and clumsy，71题所在句以及后面的They annoy us...，这三句均为分述句，三句之间的关系应该是结构上的排比和语义上的并列——都在说明做白日梦的人坏名声的表现，故三句须保持：主语一致（they），语义并列（负态度、白日梦者的表现），故选B。

72. C　本题为段中空，需关注前后句。根据前后句的核心名词对应关系，前一句提到greatest ideas and achievements（伟大的想法和成就），后一句再次提及such ideas and inventions（这些想法和发明），且代词such（这些）必然指代前一句中某些具体的ideas（想法）和inventions（发明），选项C中的relativity（相对论）、Coke（可口可乐）、Post-it notes（便签贴纸）都属于伟大的想法和发明，恰好与前后句之间形成核心名词的对应，也刚好承接代词such所指的内容。故选C。

73. A　本题为段中空，需关注前后句。前一句指出安全感和放松感（feeling safe and relaxed）会帮助人进入daydream的状态，关键词help为正态度词汇；后一句中的“提升你的机会”（improve your chance）也是正态度，说明在做另一项简单任务时，也可以提升daydream的效果；三句应为并列关系，均为正态度，阐述做什么能够帮助人更好地进入daydream的状态，因此A选项中的关键词also helps最为符合。故选A。

74. E　本题为段尾空，需关注本段前文内容。本段主要说明在需要集中精力的时候避免幻想也很重要；前一句提出mindfulness这一概念，并用同位语being focused（集中精力）作出解释；E选项中的it代指前一句中的mindfulness，且attentive（精力集中的）与前文的concentrate（集中精力）、being focused（集中精力）、avoid falling asleep（避免睡着）语义一致。故选E。

75. G　本题为段尾空，需关注本段前文内容。前一句强调在daydream的状态下你不知何时就会有好的想法诞生，因此你最好随时把好的想法记录下来。而记录所需要的重要工具就是G选项中的notebook（笔记本）和voice recorder（录音设备），G与前一句恰好形成语义上的因果关系，故本题选G。


通往幻想之地


幻想是指人们想象一些美好的事物，尤其是当这样做能让他们忘掉自己应该做的事时。幻想者因为不在意自己周围发生的事情而名声很差。他们看起来健忘且笨拙。（71）他们往往因为忽视我们以及错过重要的事而让我们恼怒。

然而幻想者也承载了人类历史上一些最伟大的思想与成就。（72）你能想象得出没有这些想法和发明我们的世界会是什么样子吗？

因此我们如何才能想出绝妙的点子而避免被树根绊倒或者其他很脑残的行为呢？

首先，要知道有些幻想的机会比其他机会更好。安全感和放松感会帮你顺利进入幻想状态。（73）并且如果在幻想时，你想增加想出有创意的点子的可能性，可以尝试在做另外一件事的时候去幻想，尤其是做一些简单工作，比如洗澡或走路，甚至是画一些毫无意义的东西时。

还有一件事很重要，那就是当你真的需要专心致志的时候，要学会如何避免陷入幻想。“凝神”，也就是集中精力，是一些人用来避免入睡的方式。（74）

21. A　细节题。根据人名关键词Jane Addams定位至第二段第一句Anyone who has ever been helped by a social worker has Jane Addams to thank. 即任何接受过社会工作者帮助的人都得感激亚当斯。由此可以很容易得出答案，故选A。

22. C　细节题。根据人名关键词O'Connor定位至第四段第一句后半句she could not find work at a law firm because she was a woman，由此可知，奥康纳被法律事务所拒绝的原因在于人们对女性的歧视，故选C。

23. D　细节题。根据题干关键词the civil-rights movement in the U.S.定位至第五段第四句It lasted for more than a year，and kicked off the civil-rights movement. 可知，罗莎·帕克斯推动了美国的民权运动，故选D。

24. C　主旨题。根据题干关键词定位至第二段最后一句Addams became the first American woman to win the Nobel Peace Prize；第三段第一句 If it weren't for Rachel Carson，the environmental movement might not exist today；第四段第二句中的the first woman to join the U.S. Supreme Court；最后一段第四句中的kicked off the civil-rights movement，可知四位女性都是历史上的先锋人物，故选C。

25. A　细节题。根据题干关键词Garza's move定位至首段末句Today all three generations regard the move a success，giving them a closer relationship than they would have had in separate cities. 由此可知，之所以说加尔萨从布朗斯维尔搬到圣安东尼奥的这一举动非常成功，是因为这样使得其家庭成员之间的关系更为紧密，故答案选A。

26. D　细节题。本题是问公众对罗宾逊太太的决定的反应，由此定位至第二段，由倒数第二句中的83 percent of the people said Mrs. Robinson's decision will influence grandparents in the American family可知，83%的人认为罗宾逊太太的决定会影响美国家庭中的祖父母，说明不是17%而是83%的人支持其决定，可排除A；B选项文中未提及；83%的人支持，说明认为该决定有不良影响的人占的比例不可能是83%，可排除C；D选项符合文意。

27. C　推断题。根据人名关键词Crosby以及年份1960s定位至第三段首句In the 1960s we were all a little wild and couldn't get away from home far enough or fast enough to prove we could do it on our own，由此可推断出，20世纪60年代的时候，人们想要离开家去证明自己的能力但现实并不允许，即人们内心其实是想离开家的，故选C。

28. A　推断题。根据题干信息可直接定位至最后一段，该段第二句中提到but sometimes it is wiser to say no and visit frequently instead，由此可知，有时候对祖父母来说，和子孙们住在一起并非就是明智的选择，不住在一起，经常去探访子孙反而会更好，因为这样就不需要改变祖父母自己的生活方式。由此可推测出作者的建议是：祖父母是否搬去和子孙一起住，最好从个人的喜好出发，故选A。

29. B　细节题。根据题干信息可直接定位到文章第一段。该段第二句提到I've done 89 trips—of those，51 have been abroad. I have 42 hours to carry stem cells（干细胞）in my little box，即“我”已经运送了89次（干细胞）了，其中51次是运往海外。“我”有42个小时去运送干细胞，此处的trip表示运送干细胞的旅途，carry表示运送，说明作者是往返两地运送干细胞的。因此选B，送货员。A为提供者，C为收集者，D为医生，均不符合文意。

30. D　细节题。根据题干关键词42 hours定位到文章第一段第三句I have 42 hours to carry stem cells（干细胞）in my little box because I've got two ice packs and that's how long they last. 即“我”有42个小时去运送干细胞，因为“我”的小箱子里只有两个冰袋，并且它们只能持续这么长时间。因此选择D，冰块只能维持那么久。A为他不能离开工作太久，B为捐赠者只能等那么长时间，C为手术需要那么长时间，A、B、C均不符合题意。

31. B　细节题。根据题干关键词flight和woman定位到文章第二段最后一句She arranged for a flight on a small plane to be held for me，re-routed（改道）me through Newark and got me back to the UK even earlier than originally scheduled，即她为“我”安排了一架小飞机，从纽瓦克市改航，把“我”送回英国，甚至比原计划还提前了点。此句表明，作者要飞往华盛顿，工作人员把航班改线，改到纽瓦克市，之后再飞回英国。故答案为Newark，故选B。

本文是一篇说明文，介绍了沉默的含义和表达，举例介绍在不同文化群体中对其的不同解读，并提出护士对沉默的理解在护理病人的过程中的重要作用。

32. C　细节题。题干是问作者对于交谈中的沉默的看法，作者分析对比了不同的文化，因此答案应该贴合不同文化对沉默的不同理解，因此正确答案为C。

33. A　细节题。根据题干关键词call for careful thought 定位到第二段，该段结尾处提到in these cultures，其中these指代Native Americans，Chinese and Thai persons，因此正确答案为A。

34. D　细节题。根据题干关键词nurses 定位到第四段，根据该段第二句中的so that a patient's silence is not interrupted too early or allowed to go on unnecessarily 可知，A和B均错，C在文中未被提及，又根据该段最后一句中提到的护士可以利用对沉默的认知来辅助对患者的护理，因此正确答案为D。

35. B　主旨题。题干是问本文最佳的标题是什么，文章主要讲述了不同文化对沉默的不同理解，以及沉默的应用，因此B选项最合适。

沉默的含义在不同文化群体之间是各不相同的。沉默可能是一种沉思，也可能是当一个人没什么可说的时候的空白状态。对话中的沉默也可能反映出顽固，不安，或者是担忧。一些文化群体将沉默视为极端的不适，因此总是尝试填补聊天的间隙。而另一些文化群体中的人会看重沉默，认为它对于理解一个人的需求是非常必要的。

像传统的中国人以及泰国人一样，很多美国原住民重视沉默，他们认为沉默是人际交流中的一个基本组成部分。因此，当来自这些文化群体的人在谈话的时候突然停下来，可能是想要暗示听的人在继续谈话之前仔细考虑刚才说了什么。在这些文化中，沉默是深思的诉求表达。

在其他的文化中沉默的功能不尽相同，尤其是处理一些人际冲突或者不同权力地位的人之间的关系的时候。例如，俄国人、法国人和西班牙人可能会用沉默来表达对不同团体之间正在讨论的话题的赞同。然而，墨西哥人可能会在当权者给出指示的时候保持沉默，而不是通过与其争论来粗鲁地对待他或她。当然在另外一种情况中，来自亚洲文化群体的人会把沉默当做尊重的标志，尤其是对年长者或者当权者。

护士和其他护理人员在发现病人可能正在遭受焦虑时，需要意识到沉默的潜在含义。护士应该意识到他们个人的和文化的沉默构建，那么病人的沉默就不会过早地被打断或者无谓地进行下去。一个能理解沉默的治愈价值的护士，可以用这种理解辅助来自他们自己或其他文化群体的病人的护理。

36. D　由下句Code breaking never lags（落后）far behind code making. 可推测，此处内容应该与密码破解相关，故选D。

37. E　由下句中提到的例子（For example...）可知，第一种密码的创建方式是用每一个单词的首字母来创建，故选E。

38. G　由下句中说到的用字母对应的顺序的数字来创建密码的方法可知，此处提到的第二种密码创建方式应该是用数字替代字母，故选G。

39. F　由上句提及的密码书和下句的具体例子可知，此处应该是说密码书对于密码创建所起的作用，故选F。

40. A　由下句句首的However一词可知，空格处的内容应该对应密码书的优点，且句式上应该由It is hard开头，故选A。

密码会保持信息私有化。银行、公司以及政府机构用密码来从事一些商业活动，尤其是通过电脑发送一些信息时。

人类使用密码已经有几千年的历史了。自从有了密码，人们就一直尝试去破解它。密码破解从不比密码制作落后。创建和读取加密信息的科学被称为密码学。

密码学有三种主要类型。你可以通过将每个单词的第一个字母拼出来来隐藏一条信息。比如，“我的大象吃太多的鳗鱼”的每个首字母拼出来可以得到一条隐藏信息“见我”。

另一种隐藏信息的方式是用符号来代指字母表中特定的字母。比如，你可能用数字来代表每个字母。我们来把字母表中的字母从1到26按顺序编号，如果我们把每个字母用数字代替，“见我”这条信息就会读成“135520 135”。

42. D　本题考查名词。此处要看动词和相关信息，第一句话交代了他在运输公司上班，前面的动作是“给…送货”，根据上下文语义以及常识可知，是给顾客送货。A“乘客”，B“同事”，C“雇主”，D“顾客”，故选D。

43. C　本题考查连词。连词的选择需要判断上下文之间的逻辑关系，上句说“他离得更近”，后一句说“他看到另一辆车翻倒在路边”，因而两句之间是时间关系，而且是同时，故选C。

本文的体裁为应用文之求助信，内容难度不大，贴近日常生活，要求学生对所给要点进行梳理整合，并且适当添加符合逻辑的细节，将所需信息完整表达出来。但这种应用文不利于考生的发挥，想写出复杂、漂亮的句型不太容易。通过对样文的分析，我们可以发现，准确、简练地表达信息是应用文的基本标准，在添加细节的时候也必须符合题目的逻辑。

写作水平的提升，重在平时的积累，考生可以利用历年真题进行有针对性的练习。

42. A　本题考查动词词组辨析。come through 传过来；move through 穿过；run through 跑着穿过；develop through发展。空格所在句意为：他们所了解的有关你的一切事情都是通过这个设备_____。根据上下文语境可知，这里所说的设备是指电话，因此这里并不是指真的穿过某个东西，而应该是指“传过来”。故选A。

43. B　本题考查连词辨析。A. Thus 因此；B. Yet 然而；C. Then 然后；D. Indeed确实。前一句说，有的时候从很远的地方传来。而后一句说他们觉得他们可以了解你，前后文语义上存在转折关系。故选B。

44. C　本题考查副词辨析。A. rather 相当；B. also 也；C. just 仅仅，只；D. already 已经。空格所在句意为：他们觉得他们_____从你的声音中就能了解你，这里“从你的声音”是个很简易的途径，所以用“仅仅”。故选C。

45. A　本题考查名词辨析。A. telephone 电话；B. voice 声音；C. connection 连接；D. impression 印象。上文所谈论的装置就是电话，因此空格所在句意为：这就是电话的强大之处。故选A。

46. D　本题考查形容词辨析。A. direct 直接的；B. useful 有用的；C. easy 容易的；D. accurate 精确的。根据空格前的转折词but以及Powerful，可知后面应该是要谈论电话的弊端，根据后文中的那个故事——我对拉尼的误解得出，此处要表达的是，电话虽然很强大，但通过电话交流获得的印象并非总是很精确。故选D。

52. B　本题考查动词辨析。A. expecting 期待；B. seeing 看到；C. testing 测试；D. avoiding 避免。此处应意为：她坐在办公桌旁边，看到我很抓狂的样子。故选B。

53. B　本题考查形容词辨析。A. shy 害羞的；B. comforting 安慰的，令人欣慰的；C. familiar 熟悉的；D. forced 勉强的。根据后文，她听得很认真还帮我打印了机票。所以，不可能是勉强的和害羞的。而我之前没见过她，所以不可能是熟悉的。考虑到我当时家里有急事，所以她的笑容应该是令人欣慰的，故选B。

57. D　本题考查形容词辨析。A. amused 被逗乐的；B. worried 担心的；C. helpless 无助的；D. speechless 说不出话的。根据下文的反问句：Why had I thought she was cold？（我为何以前会认为她很冰冷呢？）所以，这里是对她印象的改观。故选D。

66. studies　本题考查主谓一致。空格后面的谓语是动词原形，因此空格处应填可数名词的复数形式作主语，故填studies。

67. regularly　本题考查副词用法。空格所填词修饰前面的动词take，故填regular的副词形式regularly。

68. a　本题考查固定搭配。for a while表示一段时间，故填a。

69. to bring　本题考查非谓语动词的用法。本句谓语动词为will be，因此要用bring的非谓语形式，you与bring之间为主动关系，且be likely to do表示“很可能做某事”，故填to bring。

70. make　本题考查祈使句。祈使句开头应该用动词原形，故填make。

27. C　推断题。根据文章最后一段首句Beauticians，bartenders，piano players...from conversions overheard on a bus.可知，韦尔蒂所写的故事中的人物并非虚构，而是来源于真实生活中的各种情境。故选C。

C　细节题。根据题干关键信息Decio定位到原文第二段最后两句话，其中eye opener表示“让人大开眼界的东西”，still in existence意思是“仍然存在的”，而且the knobbly Cat's Head which is more of a curiosity than anything else暗含的意味就是“不常见，让人对其充满好奇心”。因为文中说Decio是一种经典的水果，由罗马人种植，所以A错误。B选项的strange look原文中未提到，knobbly Cat's Head是俚语，并不是用来形容这种水果，所以B错误。由该段最后一句中的Although it doesn't taste of anything special可知D错误。

30. B　细节题。根据题干关键信息直接定位到第三段最后一句话，a pipe dream前有一个so，所以要在so前面找原因，前文提到but you'll need a warm，sheltered place with perfect soil to grow it，由转折连词but可知，此处要表达的应该是红香蕉虽然口感很好，但需要的种植条件对大多数人而言并不能达到，对应B选项中的vain hope，即“空想”。

31. B　文章主旨题。文章首段介绍了“苹果日”，第二、三段介绍在“苹果日”上可以观赏并品尝到不同品种的苹果；第四段说可以在活动中见到专家并与之进行讨论；第五段鼓励大家参加这个活动，所以作者写这篇文章的目的是为了介绍这个苹果节。A选项出现在第三段，属于文章的细节；C、D两项文中并未提及，故选B。

如果你是一个果农，或者说想成为一个果农，那就利用好“苹果日”来看看会发生什么吧。虽然它被称为“苹果日”，但是实际上更像是“苹果月”。“苹果日”这天本身是在10月21日，但是自从这个节日变得流行起来，英国在十月份的大部分时间都会开展与此相关的活动。

33. C　细节题。根据题干关键信息Debbie Downer定位到原文第二段最后一句话，由本句中的You don't want...to可知，作者对于Debbie Downer持负面态度。阅读上文，本段中的前一句话说you care a lot more how they react，作者对此持正面态度。可以推知表示负面情绪的Debbie Downer应与此句意思相反，故选C。

34. B　细节题。根据题干关键信息the most e-mailed定位到原文第三段倒数第三句话He and a Penn colleague analyzed the “most e-mailed” list for six months. 阅读上下文得知，上文所说为伯格博士所做的调研，后面一句提到研究发现articles in science section were much more likely to make the list than non-science articles，故选B。

35. D　文章主旨题。文章首段最后一句提到，通过跟踪人们的电子邮件和网上发帖，科学家们发现内容积极的新闻比灾难和博人同情的新闻故事要传播得更快、更远。末段最后一句提到文章越积极，它就越有可能被分享，故选D。

坏事传千里，坏新闻永远都很受欢迎。新闻见红，头条留名。没消息就是好消息，好消息就是没消息。这些都是晚间广播和早间报纸新闻传播的经典法则。但现在信息被传播和监控的方式不同了，研究者们发现了新的法则。通过跟踪人们的电子邮件和网上发帖，科学家们发现内容积极的新闻比灾难和博人同情的新闻故事要传播得更快、更远。

“那条‘新闻见红’的法则适用于大众传媒”，宾夕法尼亚大学一名学者乔纳·伯格说。“这些媒体只想要吸引你的眼球，并不关心你的感受。但当你与朋友分享一个故事时，你会更多地关心他们的反应如何，而不想让他们把你当成一个只会传播负能量的丧门星。

研究人员分析了口头交流——包括电子邮件、网上发帖和评论、面对面交流——发现这些交流里面积极的信息要多于消极的，但这不一定意味着人们更偏爱正面新闻。是否仅仅因为正面新闻能让人们体验到更多美好的事物而不是丑恶事物所以才会被更频繁地分享呢？为了检验这种可能性是否存在，伯格博士观察了人们是如何传播一组特定的新闻故事的：这是一组全部来自于《纽约时报》网站的上千条新闻。他和一名来自宾夕法尼亚大学的同事分析了六个月来的“最多邮件转发榜”。在最初的发现中有一条是，科学版的文章比非科学版的文章更有可能上榜。他发现《纽约时报》的读者更青睐科学类的文章，这种文章使他们惊叹并乐于与他人分享这种积极感受。

除了科学类文章之外，读者也喜欢分享那些让他们感到兴奋或者滑稽可笑的文章，或者那些能够激发诸如愤怒和焦虑之类负面情绪的文章，但不是那些仅仅给他们留下伤感的文章。读者需要在不同方面受到激发，而且他们更喜欢被积极的新闻所激发。正如伯格博士在他的新书《感染力：事件为何发酵》当中所阐释的那样，文章越积极，它就越有可能被分享。

65. D　细节题。从文章第五段中的This affects their nervous systems and ability to produce baby birds，and can lead to kidney（肾）failure and death. 可知，铅中毒会影响秃鹫的神经系统和生育能力，并引起肾衰竭甚至死亡，故正确答案是D。

加州秃鹫数量恢复惊人


加利福尼亚秃鹫是北美洲体型最大的鸟类，翅展最长可达3米。在20世纪80年代，触电线和铅中毒使得加州秃鹫几近灭绝。如今，电击训练和医学治疗正在帮助人们拯救这群大型鸟类。

在80年代后期，最后几只秃鹫从野外被带回来进行人工繁殖。自1992年起，又经过多种方式被引回大自然，目前有超过150只秃鹫盘旋在加利福尼亚州及其附近的亚利桑那州、犹他州和墨西哥巴哈地区的上空。

电线在不断杀死秃鹫。“当它们夜里想要休息时，经常会看不到电线，”圣地亚哥动物园的布鲁斯·里德奥特说道。它们的翅膀可以搭在电线中间建起桥梁，如果同时触碰两根电线就会被电死。

因此科学家们想出了一个惊人的办法。在广阔的训练场地放置高杆，这些杆会给秃鹰以疼痛但不致死的电击，教会它们远离电线。在引进这项训练前，有66%被放生的秃鹫因触电而亡，目前这个数字已下降到了18%。

铅中毒被证实更难处理。秃鹫吃了含铅的其他动物的尸体后，会吸收大量的铅。这会影响它们的神经系统和繁殖能力，并导致肾衰竭甚至死亡。因此体内铅含量高的秃鹫被送到了洛杉矶动物园，在那里接受EDTA钙治疗，这种化学物质可以在几天内去除它们血液中的铅。这项工作目前已收到成效，成年秃鹰的年死亡率已经从2000年的38%下降到了2011年的5.4%。

里德奥特的团队认为目前加州秃鹫的平均野外存活时间只有不到8年。他说：“尽管这些措施并非永远有效，但目前来说至关重要，它们真的是值得我们尽力去保护的益鸟。”

缘何校园非家园


大学时代本应是大学生个人自主性得到重要成长以及成人身份意识得到发展的时期。然而，现在的大学时光成了青春期的延续，如今的大学生中，许多人并未肩负起成年人的责任。

对过去的几代人而言，上大学能够彻底摆脱父母的管制；在这一时期，人生的指引和支持需要从同龄人以及自己内心而来。但是，在过去的二十年里，拜手机、电子邮件和社交媒体所赐，孩子们上了大学之后与家庭之间联系的密切程度，以及对家庭的依赖程度，都有了显著增长，某些家长竟然到了帮孩子做作业的程度。而大学校园对于此事的立场竟然不是倡导学生们将大学生活作为一个从受家庭庇护过渡到独立和承担成年责任的时期，而是转而屈就于一种观点，即认为学校应当延续家庭庇护的氛围。

为了做好准备，适应愈加强烈的自主性意识和责任感，大学时期应该是充满探索与实验的时光。而这个过程包含了在思维方面和个人发展方面对于自我的新的思考方式的不断“尝试”。诚然，作为大学，我们应该提供“安全的空间”以保证学生的人身安全，然而同时也必须让学生安全地表达自己的观点，安全地质疑大众观点。而培养学生思维上的成长和兼收并蓄靠的恰恰是严格的辩论和质疑精神。

在大学里学习如何应对社会生活同样也很重要。校园里的集体生活不同于家庭生活，因此很多学生不容易在这里找到归属感。如果学生借助学校管理者的帮助来规范自己的社会行为和思维模式，那么在日后面临更大的复杂的集体生活时，就不会遇到需要寻找自我身份这样的挑战。

另外，大学管理和塑造学生行为的这种趋势伴随着年轻人的另外一种特点不断加强，即他们对于老一辈管控的反应。可是，如果可以被接受的社会行为被过于严格地规定和控制，那么实际上大学生身上的不管不顾甚至针锋相对的行为可能反而会得到激发，而这类行为恰恰是学校管理者最希望弱化的。

青年人精力充沛，旺盛的精力容易一触即发这不足为奇，特别是在有理由这么做的时候更是如此。我们那个年代的大学生曾经在国家危急时刻携手并肩，不屈不挠。但当今社会缺少的是青年人对于自主性的热切渴望与对于一个动荡不安的世界的理解之间的冲突。因此，他们渴望在学校里寻求家庭般的安稳，而非经历思维上的成长。

大学里的每一次关于群体价值、社会环境及行为的讨论，都应该明确学生自主性和自我规范对于他们个人发展的重要性，也应该明确寻求安全感和自我发现之间的较量和取舍的必要性。

本题的题材为应用文之介绍信，内容难度中等，开发性较强，对考生来说有一定自由发挥的空间。要求考生对历史人物有准确的认识，并具备简单的历史知识背景，对所给要点进行准确表述。这种考查形式是历年北京卷中少见的，可见随着英语的改革，对于考生来说，在平时练习写作时，不仅要积累高分句型，还需要更加灵活的备考。通过样文的分析我们可以发现，除了对历史知识的掌握以使文章内容丰富以外，逻辑连接词贯穿全篇，考生需要在日常练习中，注意逻辑连接词的使用，使文章更加连贯流畅。同时，考生还应注意开头结尾处的交际性用语的使用，平时多积累一些模板句。
