"When Katy Perry was a fourth grader, her teacher asked the class to make a “vision board” The year was 1993 and Selena had just won a Grammy Award, so nine-year-old Katy chose a photo of the young Latin pop singer holding her golden statuette. Fifteen years later, Perry was nominated for her first Grammy Award in the “Best Female Pop Vocal Performance” category for her No. 1 single, "I Kissed a Girl," from her platinum Top 10 album One of the Boys, and has been chosen as this year’s My GRAMMY Moment artist. Current sales check in at over 2 million albums and more than 13 million tracks, singles and mobile product globally.



“I found my vision board when I moved apartments recently,” says Perry. “I knew where I wanted to be even as a young kid. I just didn’t know that if I put one foot in front of the other, I would actually get there someday.” " Click

Just before Thanksgiving 1995 Jim Carrey found out he would be receiving $10,000,000 for his role in Dumb and Dumber.

At 15 she dropped out of high school without a diploma, became pregnant and, on her 16th birthday, gave up her newborn baby girl for adoption. She then moved to Chicago, where she worked in low-paying jobs. In 1954 she married the businessman Andrew Hay, after 14 years of marriage, he left her for another woman. In the early 1970s she started using affirmations and positive thinking. Today Louis is a very successful author. Her books are available in 33 different countries and have been translated into 25 languages throughout the world. She has also released several movies and founded Hay House. Hay House is an international leader in self-help and transformational publishing, with sales of books, audios, and videos in 33 countries around the world.

In fact he “dreaded” speaking to an audience and had only preached 1 time in his life before his dad unexpectedly passed away. During the interview they asked Joel how does he get through speaking to such large crowds. He said: "You have to talk to yourself the right way and believe you are the person for the job. When you’re prepared in your material and in your mindset, that’s important. I walk up to the stage telling myself, ‘Everyone here wants to hear me. Nobody made them come.’ I’m talking to myself the right way." Lakewood now averages 43,500 people in attendance each week. This is the largest congregation in the United States.

He figured he had nothing to lose, so for the next two weeks David spent hours visualizing a "nice, cream-colored, unblemished bladder lining". Then David went in to the hospital for the operation. A week later the doctor called and said, "I don't know how to explain it, but there's no cancer there." The doctor was so confused he sent the tissue from the presurgical biopsy to four different labs and they all confirmed the presurgical tissues were cancerous. David's cancer had disappeared.

One day out of the blue she got call from a casting director. He was casting for a movie named Moon Song. "My definite chief aim: I, Bruce Lee, will be the first highest paid Oriental Superstar in the United States. In return I will give the most exciting performances and render the best of quality in the capacity of an actor. Starting in 1970, I will achieve world fame and from then onward til the end of the 1980 I will have in my possession 10 million dollars. A few years after writing his goal Bruce Lee's film Enter the Dragon was released and brought in over $90,000,000.

Sara Blakely created Spanx, a hosiery company that specializes in undergarments and bodysuit shapewear. Before she was a billionaire, Sara worked for Danka selling fax machines door-to-door in the Florida heat wearing pantyhose. She tried to find pantyhose that didn't have seamed toes and that didn't roll up the leg after she cut them but she couldn't find any. She eventually decided to invest her life-savings of $5,000 and move to Atlanta where she researched and developed a hosiery concept predominantly on her own. Sara shares her own
 
story

 during a presentation at The Women's Leadership Exchange. She attributes her success to creating a vision and writing it down on paper. Her list included: "be self employed; invent a product that could be sold to lots of people; and generate money without actually being there". Spanx is now in all the top retail stores. Sara took a simple idea, footless pantyhose, and turned it into a billion business.
