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对比上述两表可以看出，改革后的专四阅读仍占较大的比重，虽然在篇幅上没有太大的调整，题目的数量也由原来的20道题降到了15道，但选择题数量减半的同时新增了5道简答题，采用选择题和简答题组合的测试形式考查，难度大大增加。

PASSAGE ONE

Inundated by more information than we can possibly hold in our heads, we're increasingly handing off the job of remembering to search engines and smart phones. Google is even reportedly working on eyeglasses that could one day recognize faces and supply details about whoever you're looking at. But new research shows that outsourcing our memory—and expecting that information will be continually and instantaneously available—is changing our cognitive habits.

Research conducted by Betsy Sparrow, an assistant professor of psychology at Columbia University, has identified three new realities about how we process information in the Internet age. First, her experiments showed that when we don't know the answer to a question, we now think about where we can find the nearest Web connection instead of the subject of the question itself. A second revelation is that when we expect to be able to find information again later on, we don't remember it as well as when we think it might become unavailable. And then there is the researchers' final observation:the expectation that we'll be able to locate information down the line leads us to form a memory not of the fact itself but of where we'll be able to find it.

But this handoff comes with a downside. Skills like critical thinking and analysis must develop in the context of facts:we need something to think and reason about, after all. And these facts can't be Googled as we go; they need to be stored in the original hard drive, our long-term memory. Especially in the case of children,“factual knowledge must precede skill,” says Daniel Willingham, a professor of psychology, at the University of Virginia—meaning that the days of drilling the multiplication table and memorizing the names of the Presidents aren't over quite yet. Adults, too, need to recruit a supply of stored knowledge in order to situate and evaluate new information they encounter. You can't Google context.

Last, there's the possibility, increasingly terrifying to contemplate, that our machines will fail us. As Sparrow puts it,“The experience of losing our Internet connection becomes more and more like losing a friend.” If you're going to keep your memory on your smart phone, better make sure it's fully charged.

PASSAGE TWO

I was a second-year medical student at the university, and was on my second day of rounds at a nearby hospital. My university's philosophy was to get students seeing patients early in their education. Nice idea, but it overlooked one detail：second-year students know next to nothing about medicine.

Assigned to my team that day was an attending—a senior faculty member who was there mostly to make patients feel they weren't in the hands of amateurs. Many attendings were researchers who didn't have much recent hospital experience. Mine was actually an arthritis specialist. Also along was a resident(the real boss, with a staggering mastery of medicine, at least to a rookie like myself). In addition there were two interns(住院实习医生). These guys were just as green as I was, but in a scarier way：they had recently graduated from the medical school, so they were technically MDs.

I began the day at 6:30am. An intern and I did a quick check of our eight patients; later, we were to present our findings to the resident and then to the attending. I had three patients and the intern had the other five—piece of cake.

But when I arrived in the room of 71-year-old Mr. Adams, he was sitting up in bed, sweating heavily and panting(喘气). He'd just had a hip operation and looked terrible. I listened to his lungs with my stethoscope, but they sounded clear. Next I checked the log of his vital signs and saw that his respiration and heart rate had been climbing, but his temperature was steady. It didn't seem like heart failure, nor did it appear to be pneumonia. So I asked Mr. Adams what he thought was going on.

“It's really hot in here, Doc,” he replied.

So I attributed his condition to the stuffy room and told him the rest of the team would return in a few hours. He smiled and feebly waved goodbye.

At 8:40 am.，during our team meeting，“Code Blue Room 307!” blared from the loudspeaker.

I froze.

That was Mr. Adams's room.

When we arrived, he was motionless.

The autopsy(尸体解剖)later found Mr. Adams had suffered a massive pulmonary embolism(肺部栓塞). A blood clot had formed in his leg, worked its way to his lungs, and cut his breathing capacity in half. His symptoms had been textbook:heavy perspiration and shortness of breath despite clear lungs. The only thing was：I hadn't read that chapter in the textbook yet. And I was too scared, insecure, and proud to ask a real doctor for help.

This mistake has haunted me for nearly 30 years, but what's particularly frustrating is that the same medical education system persists. Who knows how many people have died or suffered harm at the hands of students as naïve as I, and how many more will?

PASSAGE THREE

The war on smoking, now five decades old and counting, is one of the nation's greatest public health success stories—but not for everyone.

As a whole, the country has made amazing progress. In 1964，four in ten adults in the US smoked; today fewer than two in ten do. But some states—Kentucky, South Dakota and Alabama, to name just a few—seem to have missed the message that smoking is deadly.

Their failure is the greatest disappointment in an effort to save lives that was started on Jan. 11,1964，by the first Surgeon General's Report on Smoking and Health. Its finding that smoking is a cause of lung cancer and other diseases was major news then. The hazards of smoking were just starting to emerge.

The report led to cigarette warning labels, a ban on TV ads and eventually an anti-smoking movement that shifted the nation's attitude on smoking. Then, smokers were cool. Today, many are outcasts, rejected by restaurants, bars, public buildings and even their own workplaces. Millions of lives have been saved.

The formula for success is no longer guesswork：Adopt tough warning labels, air public service ads, fund smoking cessation programs and impose smoke-free laws. But the surest way to prevent smoking, particularly among price-sensitive teens, is to raise taxes. If you can stop them from smoking, you've won the war. Few people start smoking after turning 19.

The real-life evidence of taxing power is powerful. The 10 states with the lowest adult smoking rates slap an average tax of $2.42 on every pack—three times the average tax in the states with the highest smoking rates.

New York has the highest cigarette tax in the country, at $4.35 per pack, and just 12 percent of teens smoke, far below the national average of 18 percent. Compare that with Kentucky, where taxes are low(60 cents),smoking restrictions are weak and the teen smoking rate is double New York's. Other low-tax states have similarly dismal records.

Enemies of high tobacco taxes cling to the tired argument that they fall disproportionately on the poor. True, but so do the deadly effects of smoking—far worse than a tax. The effect of the taxes is amplified further when the revenue is used to fund initiatives that help smokers quit or persuade teens not to start.

Anti-smoking forces have plenty to celebrate this week, having helped avoid 8 million premature deaths in the past 50 years. But as long as 3,000 adolescents and teens take their first puff each day, the war is not won.

PASSAGE FOUR

Attachment Parenting is not Indulgent Parenting. Attachment parents do not “spoil” their children. Spoiling is done when a child is given everything that they want regardless of what they need and regardless of what is practical. Indulgent parents give toys for tantrums(发脾气), ice cream for breakfast. Attachment parents don't give their children everything that they want, they give their children everything that they need. Attachment parents believe that love and comfort are free and necessary. Not sweets or toys.

Attachment Parenting is not “afraid of tears” parenting. Our kids cry. The difference is that we understand that tantrums and tears come from emotions and not manipulation. And our children understand this too. They cry and have tantrums sometimes, of course. But they do this because their emotions are so overwhelming that they need to get it out. They do not expect to be “rewarded” for their strong negative emotions; they simply expect that we will listen. We pick up our babies when they cry, and we respond to the tears of our older children because we believe firmly that comfort is free, love is free, and that when a child has need for comfort and love, it is our job to provide those things. We are not afraid of tears. We don't avoid them. We hold our children through them and teach them that when they are hurt or frustrated we are here to comfort them and help them work through their emotions.

Attachment Parenting is not Clingy Parenting. I do not cling to my children. In fact, I'm pretty free-range. As soon as they can move they usually move away from me and let me set up a chase as they crawl, run, skip and hop on their merry way to explore the world. Sure, I carry them and hug them and chase them and kiss them and rock them and sleep with them. But this is not me following them everywhere and pulling them back to me. This is me being a home base. The “attachment” comes from their being allowed to attach to us, not from us attaching to them like parental leeches.

Attachment Parenting is not Selfish Parenting. It is also not selfless parenting. We are not doing it for us, and we are not doing it to torment ourselves,

Attachment parenting is not Helicopter Parenting. I don't hover. I supervise, I follow, I teach, I demonstrate, I explain. I don't slap curious hands away, I show how to do things safely, I let my child do the things that my child wishes to do, first with help and then with supervision and finally with trust. I don't insist that my 23 month old hold my hand when we walk on the sidewalk because I know that I can recall him with my voice because he trusts me to allow him to explore and he trusts me to explain when something is dangerous and to help him satisfy his curiosities safely.

Most of the negative things that I hear about “attachment parents” are completely off-base and describe something that is entirely unlike Attachment Parenting. Attachment Parenting is child-centric and focuses on the needs of the child. Children need structure, rules, and boundaries. Attachment Parents simply believe that the child and the parent are allies, not adversaries, And that children are taught, not trained.

1.篇章分析

PASSAGE ONE

第一段指出面对大量信息，我们越来越多地把记忆工作交给了互联网工具。

第二段描述了贝琪·斯帕罗教授的一项研究，以及在互联网时代我们处理信息的三种不同方式。

第三段描述了在互联网时代记忆转交的缺点。

2.试题点评

SECTION A MULTIPLE-CHOICE QUESTIONS

PASSAGE ONE


41. [答案] B　[考点]
 本题考查对第一段细节的理解。

本题问：谷歌的眼镜应该_____。文章指出谷歌眼镜将来有一天能够识别我们看到的人脸并提供更多的细节信息(could recognize faces and supply details about whoever you're looking at)。A项“提高我们的记忆力”，显然这句话所表达的重点与人的记忆无关，故排除A。C项“帮我们更好地看脸”，文章虽然指出谷歌眼镜能识别人脸，但它的目的不是为了识别脸，而是要从脸出发提供更多的信息，C项含义太过片面，故排除。D项“像智能手机一样工作”，文章中有关Google glasses的这句话并没有提到智能手机的相关信息，D项排除。B项“像记忆器一样运转”，Google是一个搜索引擎，它能够识别人脸，说明曾经搜索过这个人，而这个人的信息都保留在Google里，它充当的就是记忆器的作用，故答案选B。


42. [答案] D　[考点]
 本题考查对文章细节的把握。

本题问：关于Sparrow教授的研究陈述正确的一项。将信息定位于文章的第二段，Sparrow提出了三个研究结果，第一是遇到问题先想到网络连接；第二是知道稍后可以找到信息时就不再用心记忆了；第三是相对于信息本身我们更关注的是从哪里获取信息。A项“我们记住的人和事和以前一样多”，显然与Sparrow的第二个观点不符，故排除A项。B项“我们比以前记住更多的网络连接”，Sparrow所表达的是遇到问题先想网络连接，而不是问题本身，这并不意味着我们就记住了更多的网络连接，因此B项错误。C项“我们把注意力平均分配到信息的定位和内容上”，这与Sparrow的第三个观点是不符的，Sparrow认为我们更看中信息的来源，故C项排除。D项“我们倾向于记忆信息的位置而不是信息的核心”和研究的第三个结果一致，故答案选D。


43. [答案] D　[考点]
 本题考查对文章整体的把握。

本题问：作者暗示出什么信息。这需要考生考虑通篇内容，分析文章的大意。A项“网络连接帮助我们的记忆”，这个概括不全面，文章对网络连接的描述是，现在的人们遇到问题更倾向于寻找信息的方法而不是关注信息本身，因此A项不正确。B项“人们记忆的东西是不同的”，文章的重点并不是人们的记忆，故B项排除。C项“人们在智能手机中保存记忆”，虽然文章提到了人们利用智能手机记忆某些东西，但是其目的是通过这个现象得出更加深刻的含义，故C项不正确。D项“人们需要锻炼记忆能力”，文章指出现在人们大都靠搜索引擎和智能手机来帮助记忆，真正的记忆能力运用得很少，那么从深层次来讲，作者是希望人们能够少用搜索引擎和智能手机，而要锻炼自己的记忆能力。故选D。

PASSAGE TWO


44. [答案] D　[考点]
 考查对多处细节的把握。

本题问：从文中我们可以了解到作者的团队成员有_____。本题可采用排除法。A项“很多实践经验”，但文章中有这句话Many attendings were researchers who didn't have much recent hospital experience，这些主治医师没有很多医院的经验，故排除A项。B项“足够的知识”，文章没有涉及到知识这一点，属于无关干扰项，故排除B项。C项“很长的工作年限”，文中说作者的团队新来了一个主治医师和两名实习医生，说明他们并没有在医院工作很久，故可以排除C项。D项“有一些专业缺陷”，原文第二段提到团队中还有两名实习医生像“我”一样嫩，说明作者所在的团队缺少有经验的医生，故答案为D。


45. [答案] D　[考点]
 考查对原文信息的理解推断。

本题问：“他的症状已经被写入了教科书”，说明他的症状_____。根据题干将解题信息定位于文章的倒数第二段。该段描述了从亚当斯先生的尸检报告得到的信息。阐述完这些信息之后，作者提到I hadn't read that chapter in the textbook yet，说明尸检中提到的症状在教科书中是有记录的，只不过是作者还没有学到那些内容。故答案为D。


46. [答案] C　[考点]
 考查对作者态度的概括能力。

本题问：在文章的段尾，作者表明了对医学教育体系的_____态度。A项“乐观”，B项“犹豫”，C项“担忧”，D项“支持”。文章指出…but what's particularly frustrating is that the same medical education system persists. Who knows how many people have died or suffered harm at the hands of students as naïve as I, and how many more will?(但特别令人沮丧的是，同样的医学教育制度还在继续。谁知道已经有多少人在像我一样天真无知的学生手中死去或受到伤害，而还有多少人将遭受这一切？)，说明作者认为现在的医学教育体系存在一定的问题，对此是比较担忧的，故答案为C。

PASSAGE THREE


47. [答案] B　[考点]
 考查对原文信息的理解。

本题问：根据上下文，“它们的失败”指的是什么。将答案信息定位于文章第二段和第三段首句，文章第二段提到但是一些州——肯塔基州、南达科他州和阿拉巴马州，在此仅列出这几个州——似乎漏掉了吸烟会致命这一点(But some states—Kentucky, South Dakota and Alabama, to name just a few—seem to have missed the message that smoking is deadly)，接着第三段首句就提到了Their failure，由此可推测该句中的their指的是上文中提到的那些州，故只有选项B“漏掉这一信息的州”正确，这里的信息指的是“吸烟会致命”这一信息。


48. [答案] C　[考点]
 考查对文章主旨的把握。

本题是主旨题。考生需要纵观全文，找出最能全面概括文章的主题句。A项“如何举行反吸烟运动”，“anti-smoking campaigns”只出现在文章的第四段，且全文并没有围绕这个活动展开论述，故A项错误。B项“关于吸烟和健康的报告效果”，有关这个报告的信息出现在文章的第三段，它的目的是说明吸烟的危害很大，并不是文章的重点内容，故B项也错误。D项“减少青少年吸烟的努力”只反映了文中提到的戒烟问题的一个侧面，不光青少年不应该吸烟，成年人也不应该吸烟。本文开篇指出反对吸烟的斗争已经持续了50多年，现在仍在进行之中，并取得了巨大成就，继而指出有些州的戒烟状况不尽如人意，然后文章指出，提高税费是打击吸烟的最可靠的方法，对青年少而言，尤其如此，最后，文章以税费不同对各地青少年吸烟状况产生的影响为例证，强调了提高税费对戒烟的重要意义，由此可知，C项“税收作为减少吸烟最有力的途径”应为本文主旨，故答案为C。

PASSAGE FOUR


49. [答案] A　[考点]
 考查对原文信息的理解。

本题问：根据作者的看法，孩子哭的时候父母应该怎么办？本题答案信息位于第二段We pick up our babies when they cry, and we respond to the tears of our older children because we believe firmly that comfort is free, love is free, and that when a child has need for comfort and love, it is our job to provide those things. 从作者的观点来看，他认为当孩子哭的时候，最好的办法就是给予孩子爱和安慰，故A项“提供安慰和爱”正确，答案为A。


50. [答案] D　[考点]
 考查对指定词语的理解。

本题问：根据上下文，free-range是什么意思。该句位于第三段的第三句话，考生可以把free-range拆分为free和range两个词，即“自由的”和“范围”。A项“喜欢提供家这个大本营”，B项“准备好与孩子玩耍”，C项“好奇地观看他们玩的游戏”，D项“愿意给孩子活动的自由”，结合free-range拆分开的两个词的意思和本段前面两句“亲密育儿法不是紧盯不放的育儿法。我并不会粘着我的孩子们(Attachment Parenting is not Clingy Parenting. I do not cling to my children.)”可知，答案选D。

本题问：根据文章的意思，“认知习惯”指的是什么？考查的重点是第一段的末尾部分。文章指出由于人们现在大都依靠搜索引擎和智能手机来记忆，这改变了我们传统的“认知习惯”，因此可以推断这里的“认知习惯”实际上就是指我们对记忆的处理方式。

PASSAGE TWO

本题问：为什么作者要在医院轮值？根据do rounds可以将解题信息定位于文章的第一段：…was on my second day of rounds at a nearby hospital，关键的信息在后面一句，即“我们学校的理念就是让学生尽早地给病人看病(My university's philosophy was to get students seeing patients early in their education.)”，说明在医院轮值是医学专业的学生必须做的事情，即在医院轮值是医学专业的学生医疗训练的一部分，所以本题的答案为：It was part of his medical training.

PASSAGE THREE

 考查对文章词汇的理解。

本题问：counting一词在文中是什么意思。解题信息是文章第一段The war on smoking, now five decades old and counting，字面含义是“这场关于吸烟的战争现在已经50岁了，并且它的年龄还在增加”，言外之意就是这场战争还会继续下去，故counting指“continuing”。

本题问：作者对提高香烟税收持什么样的态度？将解题信息定位于文章第五段But the surest way to prevent smoking, particularly among price-sensitive teens, is to raise taxes.(但是防止吸烟最可靠的办法，尤其是对价格比较敏感的青少年而言，就是提高税费。)说明作者认为提高香烟的税收是预防吸烟的一种可靠方法。

本题问：文章主要讨论的是什么话题。文章的前五段通过否定的方式分别阐述了亲密育儿法的5个特点，最后一段是对亲密育儿法的总结，因此整篇文章是在讨论不同的育儿方法。


第3节 英语专业四级考试大纲对阅读测试的要求

1. 测试要求

(1)能读懂英美国家出版的中等难度的文章和材料。

(2)能读懂难度相当于美国Newsweek的国际新闻报道。

(3)能读懂难度相当于Sons and Lovers的文学原著。

(4)能掌握所读材料的主旨大意，了解说明主旨大意的事实和细节；既理解字面意思，又能根据所读材料进行判断和推理；既能理解个别句子的意义，也理解上下文的逻辑关系。

(5)能在阅读中根据需要自觉调整阅读速度和阅读技巧。

(6)考试时间35分钟。

2. 测试形式

本部分采用多项选择题和简答题形式，由数篇阅读材料组成。阅读材料共长1800个单词左右。专四题型调整发布后，阅读理解部分题型发生了较大变化，采用了选择题和简答题组合的测试形式。选择题由原来的20题减至10题，并增加了5道分别基于4篇文章的简答题，即：10道多项选择题，5道简答题，共15题。新增的简答题要求考生根据对文章的理解简洁地回答问题(答案不超过10个词)。


表1：近年英语专业四级考试阅读文章总词数
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总结：通过分析近年的专四阅读真题文章，我们发现除了2005年和2006年的阅读总词数起伏较大之外，其他年份的阅读总词数基本稳定。近些年阅读的平均词数为1790词，与大纲要求基本持平。而2016年专四大纲对阅读总词数的要求仍为1800词，考生在备考时也可依照这一标准。


表2：近年英语专业四级考试单篇阅读文章词数区间
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总结：上表是近年来阅读文章单篇词数的情况，专四阅读文章词数最多的区间为400~500词，占到总体比例的50%，300~400与500~600词的文章次之，分别占到总体比例的20%，200~300词的文章较少，11套题中有3篇，可以看成是每四年出现1篇，600词以上的文章只在2007年出现过1篇。因此，编者建议考生在平常练习时着重抓300~600词的文章，因为300词以下的文章相对来说较短，考试时还是比较容易应对的。

3. 测试目的

本部分测试学生通过阅读获取有关信息的能力。既要求准确性，也要求一定的速度。阅读速度为每分钟120个单词。

此外，新增的简答题除考查考生对文章的理解能力外，还重点考查考生对原文信息重组和表达的能力。一方面，简答题的本质是阅读理解，其考点与多项选择题的考点非常接近，涉及重点词义、文章细节、文章主旨、观点态度等，也不排除今后会考查推理题；另一方面，简答题还要求考生根据对文章的准确理解填写答案，本质上就是paraphrase，考查的是考生语言表达与概括能力，故总体而言阅读部分的难度提高了。

4. 选材原则

(1)题材广泛，包括社会、科技、文化、学习、常识、人物传记等。

(2)体裁多样，包括记叙文、描写文、说明文、议论文、广告、说明书、图表等。

(3)阅读材料的语言难度中等。


第2章 阅读技巧大点兵

第1节 通过构词法及上下文推测词义

在阅读理解中，首先需要解决的是词汇问题。考生经常发现，尽管大纲规定的单词已经背了不少，但是在阅读文章中依然有一些单词不认识。因此超纲词汇便成为很多考生做阅读理解题时面临的第一道关卡。

这些超纲词汇大致可以分为两类：一类是不太重要的，或者说不会对文章理解造成任何障碍的单词，例如一些专有名词；另一类是比较重要的，需要大家明白其基本含义的单词，对于这部分单词，可以采用多种方法推测出其大致含义。此外，还有一些较为熟悉的单词，在特定上下文中可能会使用其比较生僻的含义，因此也需要采用一定的方法对其具体含义进行推测。

总的说来，推测生词含义的方法有两种：通过词根词缀以及通过上下文进行推测。

1. 通过词根词缀推测生词含义

在英语中，存在大量的衍生词，就是一个基本的词根加上各种不同的词缀构成不同词性或者不同词义的单词。例如rupt这个词根有“中断，破裂”之意，因此bankrupt就是“破产”，interrupt指“打断”，abrupt意为“突然的”，erupt为“爆发”。

因此，如果能够掌握一些常见词根词缀的含义，对于大家推测单词的含义会非常有帮助。一般说来，前缀会改变词义，但是不改变词性；后缀会改变词性，但是不改变词义。

下面列出一些常见的词根词缀及其基本含义，希望大家能够掌握。

(1)常用词根

2. 通过上下文推测生词含义

通过上下文推测生词含义的方法有四种：同义法、反义法、逻辑法和常识法。

(1)同义法

同义法即利用释义、定义推测单词含义的方法。在篇章中，作者往往会以各种各样的形式给出某个关键性生词的定义或者释义，主要有以下几种：

通过is, means, refers to等含义为“意思是……”的动词及词组给出其前面生词的含义，例如：





Ecology is the scientific study of the pattern of relations of plants, animals and people to each other and to their surroundings.



ecology“生态学”。

通过举例的方法给出生词的含义，例如：



After a day of hunting, Harold is ravenous. Yesterday, for example, he ate two bowls of soup, salad, a large chicken, and a piece of chocolate cake before he was finally satisfied.



ravenous“饿极的”。

通过生词后的括号内或者破折号后的内容给出其含义，例如：



He played a love game(a game in which his score is 0).



a love game“一方得零分的一局”。

通过生词的同位语给出其含义，例如：



Some books are anthologies, a collection of works by a number of authors.



anthologies“文选”。

通过生词的定语给出其含义，例如：



When there is a language barrier, communication is accomplished through sign language in which motions stand for letters, words, and ideas.



sign language“手势语”。

(2)反义法

反义法即利用句子间的转折对比关系推测生词含义的方法。此方法其实也是逻辑法的一种，但是由于使用广泛，所以此处编者将其单独列出加以讲解。在阅读的过程中，如果遇到表示转折的信号词but, though, however等和表示对比关系的信号词unlike, different from, on the contrary等，那么这些词语的前后就是两个完全相反的概念。考生可以利用这一关系推测相关生词的含义，例如：

Unlike her gregarious sister, Jane is an unsociable person who does not like to go to parties or to make new friends.

gregarious“爱交际的”。

(3)逻辑法

逻辑法即利用句子间的类比、因果、递进等逻辑关系推测生词含义的方法。考生在阅读中如果遇到表示类比的逻辑信号词如likewise, similarly, in the same way等，表示因果的逻辑信号词如as a result, consequently, hence, therefore, because, due to, on account of等，以及表示递进的逻辑信号词如and then, even等，即可合理地利用相应的逻辑关系来推测相关生词的含义，例如：

Liquid is added to the acid in order to dilute it.

dilute“冲淡，稀释”，因果关系。

Tom never allowed himself to become angry with customers. Like a parent with spoiled children, he always listened indulgently to their complaints.

indulgently“放任地，溺爱地”，类比关系。

Basic skills are important for a secretary; in fact, they are indispensable.

indispensable“不可缺少的”，递进关系。

(4)常识法

常识法即利用普通的科学知识或生活常识推测生词含义的方法。例如：

Some children display an unquenchable curiosity about every new thing they encounter.

unquenchable“不可抑制的”。


第2节 通过分析句子主干破解疑难长句

在阅读理解中，经常会遇到一些非常复杂的句子，这些句子往往还是命题点。因此如果理解不准确，或者断章取义的话，就会做错题目。鉴于此，提高迅速分析句子结构的能力是做阅读理解必过的另一关。

1. 难句分析基础

(1)句子主干

想要准确、快速地把握难句的结构和含义，首先要做的就是抓住其主干。所谓句子的主干就是指句子的主要成分，包括主语、谓语、宾语、表语。定语、状语等则属于句子的修饰成分。

英语句子的主干有以下五种基本类型：

主语+谓语(SV)He can run fast.

主语+系动词+表语(SVP)She is a student.

主语+谓语+宾语(SVO)She teaches English.

主语+谓语+双宾语(间接宾语和直接宾语)(SVOO)She teaches me English.

主语+谓语+复合宾语(宾语+宾语补足语)(SVOC)I heard him singing.

其他的各种句子结构都是由这五种基本句型转换或者变化而来的。并列句的各个分句，复合句的主句和从句都必然是这五种基本句型中的一种。

(2)分析方法

在分析难句的时候，可采取“层层剥离抓主干”的方法，即先抓主句的主干，然后再抓从句的主干。对于句子内部的非从句修饰成分，如非谓语动词短语、介词短语等构成的定语、状语等，可以在把握句子主干的基础上进行分析。关于这种分析方法的应用，编者在下文中会结合专四阅读中常见的几种难句类型的分析进行详细讲解。

2. 常见难句结构

在专四的阅读理解中，常出现的结构复杂的句子主要可以分为以下四种类型：并列平行结构、多重复合结构、倒装结构、分隔结构。

(1)并列平行结构

并列连词and, or, so, not only…but(also)…，as well, neither…nor…，either…or…等以及标点符号，如分号或者破折号可以把若干个在语义上有联系或者相互照应的句子成分或者简单句连在一起，同时中间有可能插入多个修饰成分，从而构成一种并列或者平行结构的长句。

以2006年专四真题阅读TEXT D为例：

The ideal companion machine—the computer—would not only look, feel, and sound friendly but would also be programmed to behave in a pleasant manner.

先抓句子主干：该句为SV结构。主语是the ideal companion machine，破折号起到解释说明的作用，the computer是the ideal companion machine的同位语。not only…but(also)连接并列的谓语，前半句中又有and连接的并列动词，并列成分的形式在语法上对等统一。句意为“理想的陪伴机器——计算机——不仅外观、手感、声音良好，也可以被编程后而具有一种令人愉快的行为方式”。

并列平行结构中的几个成分在语法上一定是对等的，即如果有一个是动词原形，那么其他几个成分就都是动词原形；如果有一个是分词，那么其他几个成分就都是分词。上例中的两个并列成分比较简单，下面再举一个例子：

And neither friends nor family can convince phobic people that most animals are harmless, that thousands of travelers fly safely every day, and millions of people ride safely in elevators several times each day.

还是先抓句子主干：句子为SVOO结构。主语是neither…nor…连接的并列成分，谓语是动词convince，间接宾语为phobic people，直接宾语是后面三个宾语从句(最后一个and后省略了宾语从句的引导词that)。句意为“无论家人还是朋友都无法让恐惧症患者相信大部分动物是无害的，相信每天有成千上万的人安全地乘坐飞机旅行，相信数百万的人每天都安全地乘坐好几次电梯”。该句中的三个并列成分是三个宾语从句。

并列平行结构中常常会出现列举的现象，因此往往是命题点所在，尤其是容易出现Which of the following statements is TRUE(NOT true)？之类细节题型，需要考生在准确判断列举成分的基础上，利用排除法进行选择。不过只要大家抓住并列平行结构中并列的几个成分语法对等这一点，就一定可以正确答题。

(2)多重复合结构

多重复合结构的句子就是句子主干本身或者句子主干以外的修饰成分由从句构成，且这些从句内又套有其他从句，环环相扣，因此又称“多重嵌套结构”。考生往往不容易分清各个修饰成分之间以及修饰成分和句子主干间的关系，因而造成分析句子结构时的混乱。

以2010年专四真题阅读TEXT D为例：

The anthropologist Mary Douglas has pointed out that, for the English, the kind of meal and the kind of food that is served relate to the kinds of social links between people who are eating together.

此句主干为SVO结构，主语是Mary Douglas，谓语是point out，宾语为复杂的从句，其主干为the kind of meal and the kind of food relate to the kinds of social links(主语由and连接，谓语为relate to)。该宾语从句中包含了两个定语从句，其一是修饰先行词food的定语从句that is served，第二个定语从句为who are eating together，修饰先行词people。句意为“人类学家玛丽·道格拉斯指出，对英国人来说，提供的食物和饭菜种类跟在一起吃饭的人之间的社会关系是相关联的”。又如：

But those who want to ban the bomb for American citizens claim that if you have one locked in the cabinet, with the fuse in a drawer, you would never be able to assemble it in time to stop an intruder.

此句主干为SVO结构，主语those后有who引导的定语从句，谓语是claim，宾语是that引导的宾语从句，其中套有if引导的条件状语从句，因此构成了一个多重复合结构的句子。句意为“但那些反对美国公民拥有炸弹的人声称如果你把炸弹锁在柜子里，把导火索放在抽屉里，那么你不可能及时将其组装好来威慑入侵者”。

读懂多重复合结构的句子其实并不难，关键并且首要的一步就是要学会抓住句子的主干，“层层剥离抓主干”的难句分析方法尤其适用于英语中最常见的这种多重复合结构的难句。这样一层层地分析下来，句子内部的逻辑关系和句意就一目了然了。

(3)倒装结构

为了突出强调某一句子成分或者某种表达语气，常常需要采用倒装结构，打破相对固定的常规语序。一般情况下所说的倒装指的是“主谓倒装”，即谓语不再按照陈述句的语序放在主语的后面，而是提到主语之前。具体说来可以分为部分倒装和完全倒装两种。

部分倒装是指将谓语的一部分(即助动词)提到主语之前，而剩余的部分(实义动词)依然放在主语之后，构成“助动词+主语+实义动词原形”的结构。一般情况下，当表示否定意义的单词或者词组位于句首，only开头的短语作状语位于句首，或者so, such等词语位于句首的时候，句子要部分倒装。例如：

Only with the aid of a rich businessman could he finish his further studies on frogs. 只有在富商的赞助之下，他才能完成对青蛙的进一步研究。

He will not go to Beijing, and nor will I. 他不去北京，而且我也不去。

So busy is he that he barely has time to have lunch. 他如此忙，以至于几乎没有时间吃午餐。

完全倒装则是将全部的谓语提到主语的前面，常见于表示地点、方向的状语位于句首而句子的主语是名词或者名词短语时。例如：

Here comes the teacher. 老师过来了。

以上所说的都是由于语法上的需要而进行的倒装，所以都属于“语法倒装”。然而在专四阅读理解中更常出现的，则是为了突出强调某一内容(如表语、状语)或者为了平衡句子结构(避免主语或者宾语过长)而构成的主谓倒装，即“修饰倒装”。例如：

Pinned to their drawing boards are blueprints for improved quake-resistant buildings.

此句是典型的为了平衡句子结构而进行的倒装。句子的主语较长(blueprints for improved quake-resistant buildings)，而英语句子在结构上习惯“前短后长”，因此如果将此句的主语放在句首的话，不太符合英语句子的表达习惯。故将句子的表语pinned to their drawing boards提到了be动词之前，构成主谓倒装。此句意为“改进过的抗震大楼的设计蓝图钉在他们的画板上”。又如：

Many a time did I stay up late practicing English pronunciation and intonation. 多少次我熬夜练习英语发音和语调。

此句则是为了强调状语many a time而将其提前，从而构成主谓倒装。

主谓倒装的句子，乍一看上去很难，但是只要熟知上文提到的使用倒装的情况和倒装的句子结构，便不成问题。

(4)分隔结构

一般说来，分隔结构不难辨认，但是当句子较长，成分较多且复杂，被分隔的部分相距较远时，也容易造成一定程度的理解障碍。分隔结构主要有两类：插入语分隔和修饰分隔。

插入语分隔指用于增加补充信息的插入语将语法关系密切的两个句子成分(如主语和谓语，谓语和宾语，宾语和补语)分隔开来的现象。

以2007年专四真题阅读TEXT A为例：

Good landladies—those who are superb cooks and launderers—are figures as popular in fiction as the bad ones who terrorize their guest and overcharge them at the slightest opportunity.

此句中，两个破折号之间的插入语将句子的主语和系动词分隔开来。此句意为“那些厨艺超棒还会洗衣服的好房东在虚构的小说中很普遍，普遍程度就跟那些吓走房客、一有机会就会多收房费的坏房东一样”。又如：

The American economic system is, organized around a basically private-enterprise, market-oriented economy in which consumers largely determine what shall be produced by spending their money in the marketplace for those goods and services(that they want most).

此句中，两个逗号间的插入语将句子的系动词和表语分隔开来。此句意为“美国的经济是以基本的私有企业和市场导向经济为架构的，在这种经济中，很大程度上是消费者通过在市场上为那些他们最想要的货品和服务付费来决定什么应该被制造出来”。

修饰分隔一般见于SVOC结构的句子。当句中的宾语后带有较长的同位语或者定语，而后面的宾语补足语又较短时，为了平衡句子结构，使语义严密，结构紧凑，往往将同位语或定语放在句子的最后，形成分隔结构。例如：

The news that her fiance had died in the war made the girl mad who had expected to get married after he returned.

此句也是一个SVOC结构，宾语为the girl，宾语补足语是mad, who引导的定语从句修饰the girl。但由于宾语补足语太短，为了平衡句子结构，将其提到了定语从句前面，造成了定语从句和先行词分隔的现象。

在实际阅读中，插入语分隔在处理时可忽略插入语，而修饰分隔则要明确句子的结构，辨认出被分隔的两个成分。


第3节 通过定位快速寻找答案

1. 题目顺序与行文顺序基本一致

一般情况下，阅读文章的出题顺序与文章的行文顺序基本是一致的，这样，确定了前一题的出题位置就比较容易确定后面题目的出题位置了。

以2009年专四真题阅读TEXT A为例：

[81] Do you realize that every time you take a step, the bones in your hip are subjected to forces between four and five times your body weight? When you are running, this force is increased further still.
  What happens if through disease a hip-joint ceases to be able to resist such forces? For many years hip-joints and other body joints have been replaceable either partially or completely. It is after all a simple ball and socket joint; it has certain loads imposed on it; it needs reliability over a defined life; it must contain materials suitable for the working environment. [82] Any engineer will recognize these as characteristic of a typical engineering problem
 , which doctors and engineers have worked together to solve, in order to bring a fresh lease of life to people who would otherwise be disabled.

This typifies the way in which engineers work to help people and create a better quality of life. The fact that this country has the most efficient agricultural industry in the world is another good example. [83/84] Mechanical engineers have worked with farmers and biologists to produce fertilizers, machinery and harvesting systems. This team effort has now produced crops uniformly waist high or less so that they are better suited to mechanical harvesting. Similar advances with other crops have released people from hard and boring jobs for more creative work, whilst machines harvest crops more efficiently with less waste.

2. 文章首尾及各段首尾

文章的首尾一般为文章的主旨，而各段的首尾则是该段主要内容的总结和概括，所以这些地方我们应格外注意。

以2008年专四真题阅读TEXT A为例：

[81] When the sun is up in Amsterdam, the largest city in the Netherlands sits quietly on the Amstel River.
  You can rent a bicycle, visit the Van Gogh or Anne Frank museum, or take a water taxi.

[81] But when the sun goes down, the partying begins.
  In the big clubs and in coffee shops, tourists gather to hang out, talk politics and smoke.

Several areas of the city clearly show the two worlds that rule Amsterdam. And they're all within a short cab ride of each other.

[82] For example, Dam Square attracts daytime sightseers to its festivals, open markets, concerts and other events.
  Several beautiful and very popular hotels can be found there. And there is the Royal Palace and the Magna Plaza shopping mall.

[82] But as evening descends on Dam Square so do the party-seekers.

四道题目中，81、82和84题的答案都位于段首，81题问篇首表明了什么，答案在1、2段段首，实则阿姆斯特丹城昼夜的对比；82题为细节排除题，答案在4、5段段首，段首两句话为这两段的主题句，所以82题实则是对4、5段主题的考查；84题问哪个形容词可以描述作为旅游城市的阿姆斯特丹城，答案在最后三段的段首。83题也为细节排除题，答案在第6段段尾和第7段。

3. 利用题干找答案

做题过程中，我们可以从题干中获知很多信息，例如有些题干是原文的同义转述、有些题干来自原文等，很多答案也是原文的同义转述。

以2009年专四真题阅读TEXT B 87题为例：

Nowadays, a cellphone service is available to everyone, everywhere. Probably thousands of people have already been using it, but I just discovered it, so I'm going to claim it and also name it：Fake Foning.

The technology has been working well for me at the office, but there are infinite applications. Virtually in any public space.

Say you work at a big university with lots of talky faculty members buzzing about. Now, say you need to use the restroom. The trip down the hall will take approximately one hour, because a person can't walk into those talky people without getting pulled aside for a question, a bit of gossip, a new read on a certain line of Paradise Lost.

So, a cellphone. Any cellphone. Just pick it up. Don't dial. Just hold that phone to your face and start talking. Walk confidently down the hall engaged in fake conversation, making sure to tailor both the topic and content to the person standing before you whom you are trying to evade.

For standard colleague avoidance, I suggest fake chatting about fake business:

“Yes, I'm glad you called, because we really need to hammer out the details. What's that? Yes, I read Page 12，but if you look at the bottom of 4，I think you can see the problem begins right there.”


Be animated. Be engaged in your fake fone conversation
 . Make eye contact with the people passing, nod to them, gesture keen interest in talking to them at a later time, point to your phone, shrug and move on.

Shoppers should consider fake foning anytime they spot a talky neighbor in the produce department pinching(用手捏)unripe peaches. Without your phone at your face, you'd be in for a 20-minute speech on how terrible the world is.

One important caution about fake foning. The other day I was fake foning my way past a colleague, and he was actually following me to get my attention. I knew he wanted to ask about a project I had not yet finished. I was trying to buy myself some time, so I continued fake foning with my doctor.“So I don't need the operation? Oh, doctor, that is the best news.”

And then：Brrrrrrng! Brrrrrrng! Brrrrrrng! My phone started ringing, right there while it was planted on my face. My colleague looked at me, and I at him, and naturally I gasped. “What is the matter with this thing?” I said, pulling the phone away to look at it, and then putting it back to my ear.

“Hello? Are you still there?”

Oops！

4. 长词、难词、生词处

在阅读文章中，常会出现一些长词、难词或生词，这就给我们的阅读造成了障碍，但同时也帮助了我们，因为出题者常会根据这些词来命题，所以我们利用它们来定位答案再适合不过了。

以2007年专四真题阅读TEXT A 81题为例：

If you like the idea of staying with a family, living in a house might be the answer. Good landladies—those who are superb cooks and launderers, are figures as popular in fiction as the bad ones who terrorize their guest and overcharge them at the slightest opportunity. The truth is probably somewhere between the two extremes. 
  f you are lucky, the food will be adequate, some of your laundry may be done for you and you will have a reasonable amount of comfort and companionship. For the less fortunate, house rules may restrict the freedom to invite friends to visit, and shared cooking and bathroom facilities can be frustrating and row-provoking if tidy and untidy guests are living under the same roof.

The same disadvantages can apply to flat sharing, with the added difficulties that arise from deciding who pays for what, and in what proportion. One person may spend hours on the phone, while another rarely makes calls. If you want privacy with a guest, how do you persuade the others to go out; how do you persuade them to leave you in peace, especially if you are a student and want to study?

Conversely, flat sharing can be very cheap, there will always be someone to talk to and go out with, and the chores, in theory, can be shared.

根据题干中的landladies，我们将答案定位在文章首段第二、三句，通过对第二句话的理解可知道，小说里描述的女房东要么极端善良，要么极端可恶，而第三句进一步讲现实是女房东往往处于这两个极端之间，由此可知，文章认为现实中的女房东是“足够胜任的(adequately competent)”，而A、B两项是小说中描述的两个极端。D项的说法也过于绝对。第二句是个长难句，里面含有两个定语从句，句子结构比较复杂，主干为：Good landladies are figures as popular in fiction as the bad ones，只有把句子结构理清，才能把这个句子的意思吃透，第三句承接上文，two extremes指代上文说的两种极端情况，所以只有理解了第二句，才能明白第三句的含义，从而确定本题的答案。

5. 逻辑关系处

阅读中常常会考一些逻辑关系题，这些逻辑关系包括因果关系、转折关系、递进关系、举例列举关系等。通过寻找题目中的逻辑关系词，我们很快就能得出答案。

以2010年专四真题阅读TEXT A 81题为例：

What is the nature of the scientific attitude, the attitude of the man or woman who studies and applies physics, biology, chemistry, geology, engineering, medicine or any other science?

We all know that science plays an important role in the societies in which we live. Many people believe, however, that our progress depends on two different aspects of science. 
 The first of these is the application of the machines, products and systems of applied knowledge that scientists and technologists develop. Through technology, science improves the structure of society and helps man to gain increasing control over his environment.

The second aspect is the application by all members of society of the special methods of thought and action that scientists use in their work.

What are these special methods of thinking and acting? First of all, it seems that a successful scientist is full of curiosity—he wants to find out how and why the universe works. He usually directs his attention towards problems which he notices have no satisfactory explanation, and his curiosity makes him look for underlying relationships even if the data available seem to be unconnected. Moreover, he thinks he can improve the existing conditions and enjoys trying to solve the problems which this involves
 .

He is a good observer, accurate, patient and objective and applies logical thought to the observations he makes. He utilizes the facts he observes to the fullest extent. For example, trained observers obtain a very large amount of information about a star mainly from the accurate analysis of the simple lines that appear in a spectrum.

He is skeptical—he does not accept statements which are not based on the most complete evidence available—and therefore rejects authority as the sole basis for truth. Scientists always check statements and make experiments carefully and objectively to verify them.

Furthermore, he is not only critical of the work of others, but also of his own, since he knows that man is the least reliable of scientific instruments and that a number of factors tend to disturb objective investigation.

Lastly, he is highly imaginative since he often has to look for relationships in data which are not only complex but also frequently incomplete. Furthermore, he needs imagination if he wants to make hypotheses of how processes work and how events take place.

These seem to be some of the ways in which a successful scientist or technologist thinks and acts.

6. 特殊标点符号处

标点符号，尤其是破折号、小括号、冒号等，可以帮助我们了解不认识的词或句子的含义，也可以帮助我们定位题目的出处。

以2006年专四真题阅读TEXT A 81题为例：

In the case of mobile phones, change is everything. Recent research indicates that the mobile phone is changing not only our culture, but our very bodies as well.

First. Let's talk about culture. The difference between the mobile phone and its parent, the fixed-line phone, is that a mobile number corresponds to a person, while a landline goes to a place. If you call my mobile, you get me. If you call my fixed-line phone, you get whoever answers it.

This has several implications. The most common one, however, and perhaps the thing that has changed our culture forever, is the “meeting” influence. People no longer need to make firm plans about when and where to meet. Twenty years ago, a Friday night would need to be arranged in advance. You needed enough time to allow everyone to get from their place of work to the first meeting place. Now, however, a night out can be arranged on the run. It is no longer “see you there at 8”，but “text me around 8 and we'll see where we all are”.

Texting changes people as well. In their paper，“Insights into the Social and Psychological Effects of SMS Text Messaging”, two British researchers distinguished between two types of mobile phone users：the “talkers” and the “texters”—those who prefer voice to text message and those who prefer text to voice.

They found that the mobile phone's individuality and privacy gave texters the ability to express a whole new outer personality. Texters were likely to report that their family would be surprised if they were to read their texts. This suggests that texting allowed texters to present a self-image that differed from the one familiar to those who knew them well.

Another scientist wrote of the changes that mobiles have brought to body language. There are two kinds that people use while speaking on the phone. There is the “speakeasy”：the head is held high, in a self-confident way, chatting away. And there is the “spacemaker”：these people focus on themselves and keep out other people
 .

Who can blame them? Phone meetings get cancelled or reformed and camera-phones intrude on people's privacy. So, it is understandable if your mobile makes you nervous. But perhaps you needn't worry so much. After all, it is good to talk.

本题出题点在特殊标点符号引号处，我们可以根据题干定位到文章倒数第二段末句冒号处，冒号后的内容是对前文中“spacemaker”具体含义的解释说明。从而得出本题答案为C。

7. 时间、地点、数据处

文章中经常会出现阿拉伯数字来表示时间、地点和一些数据，这也有利于我们定位题目出处。

以2007年专四真题阅读TEXT D 96题为例：

The kids are hanging out. I pass small bands of students, on my way to work these mornings. They have become a familiar part of the summer landscape.

These kids are not old enough for jobs. Nor are they rich enough for camp. They are school children without school. The calendar called the school year ran out on them a few weeks ago. Once supervised by teachers and principals, they now appear to be “self care”.

Passing them is like passing through a time zone. For much of our history, after all, Americans arranged the school year around the needs of work and family. In 19th-century cities, schools were open seven or eight hours a day，11 months a year. In rural America, the year was arranged around the growing season.
  Now, only 3 percent of families follow the agricultural model, but nearly all schools are scheduled as if our children went home early to milk the cows and took months off to work the crops. Now, three-quarters of the mothers of school-age children work, but the calendar is written as if they were home waiting for the school bus.

The six-hour day, the 180-day school year is regarded as something holy. But when parents work an eight-hour day and a 240-day year, it means something different. It means that many kids go home to empty houses. It means that, in the summer, they hang out.

“We have a huge mismatch between the school calendar and the realities of family life,” says Dr. Ernest Boyer, head of the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching.

Dr. Boyer is one of many who believe that a radical revision of the school calendar is inevitable. “School, whether we like it or not, is educational. It always has been.”

His is not a popular idea. Schools are routinely burdened with the job of solving all our social problems. Can they be asked to meet the needs of our work and family lives?

It may be easier to promote a longer school year on its educational merits and, indeed, the educational case is compelling. Despite the complaints and studies about our kids' lack of learning, the United States still has a shorter school year than any industrial nation. In most of Europe, the school year is 220 days. In Japan, it is 240 days long. While classroom time alone doesn't produce a well-educated child, learning takes time and more learning takes more time. The long summers of forgetting take a toll.

The opposition to a longer school year comes from families that want to and can provide other experiences for their children. It comes from teachers. It comes from tradition. And surely from kids. But the most important part of the conflict has been over money.

第4节 通过辨识选项解答题目

专四阅读理解的难点，不仅仅在于文章的本身。选项的复杂和迷惑性，也是造成考生失分的一个重要原因。因此了解正确和错误选项的基本特征是非常必要的。

1. 正确选项

正确选项一般都是对原文的同义改写，一般有三种方式：

句子简化：将原文中的难句简化成一个比较简单的句子；

替换关键词：即把原文中最关键的词汇用同义词或者短语替换，如原文说它很important，答案说它的significance是显而易见的；

正话反说：如原文是主动语态，答案换成被动语态；原文说A是B的原因，答案说B是A的结果；原文使用双重否定，答案使用肯定的表达方式等。

2. 错误选项

错误选项非常具有迷惑性，有混、偏、反、无四种情况。

混：即张冠李戴或者偷换概念，例如原文中说A是白色的，B是黄色的，答案中却说A是黄色的，B是白色的；

偏：指以偏概全，例如原文中说A在大部分的情况下是白色的，答案说A总是白色的；

反：就是直接相反，例如原文中说A是白的，答案说A不是白的；

无：就是原文未提及，例如原文说A在90%的情况下是白色的，答案说A在有太阳照射的情况下是白色的，那么这个90%是否包括“有太阳照射”，原文中未提及，所以这个答案不对。

以2005年专四真题阅读TEXT D为例：

Psychologists agree that I.Q. contributes only about 20 percent of the factors that determine success. A full 80 percent comes from other factors, including what I call emotional intelligence. Following are two of the major qualities that make up emotional intelligence, and how they can be developed:


1. Self-awareness.
 The ability to recognize a feeling as it happens is the keystone of emotional intelligence. People with greater certainty about their emotions are better pilots of their lives.

Developing self-awareness requires tuning in to what neurologist Antonio Damasio calls “gut feelings”. Gut feelings can occur without a person being consciously aware of them. For example, when people who fear snakes are shown a picture of a snake, sensors on their skin will detect sweat, a sign of anxiety, even though the people say they do not feel fear. The sweat shows up even when a picture is presented so rapidly that the subject has no conscious awareness of seeing it.

Through deliberate effort we can become more aware of our gut feelings. Take someone who is annoyed by a rude encounter for hours after it occurred. He may be unaware of his irritability and surprised when someone calls attention to it. But if he evaluates his feelings, he can change them.

Emotional self-awareness is the building block of the next fundamental of emotional intelligence：being able to shake off a bad mood.


2. Mood Management.
 Bad as well as good moods spice life and build character. The key is balance. We often have little control over when we are swept by emotion. But we can have some say in how long that emotion will last. Psychologist Dianne Tice asked more than 400 men and women about their strategies for escaping foul moods. Her research, along with that of other psychologists, provides valuable information on how to change a bad mood.

Of all the moods that people want to escape, rage seems to be the hardest to deal with. When someone in another car cuts you off on the highway, your reflexive thought may be, That jerk! He could have hit me! I can't let him get away with that! The more you stew, the angrier you get. Such is the stuff of hypertension and reckless driving.

What should you do to relieve rage? One myth is that ventilating will make you feel better. In fact, researchers have found that's one of the worst strategies. A more effective technique is “reframing”，which means consciously reinterpreting a situation in a more positive light. In the case of the driver who cuts you off, you might tell yourself：Maybe he had some emergency. This is one of the most potent ways, Tice found, to put anger to rest.

Going off alone to cool down is also an effective way to refuse anger, especially if you can't think clearly. Tice found that a large proportion of men cool down by going for a drive—a finding that inspired her to drive more defensively. A safer alternative is exercise, such as taking a long walk. Whatever you do, don't waste the time pursuing your train of angry thoughts. Your aim should be to distract yourself.

The techniques of reframing and distraction can alleviate depression and anxiety as well as anger. Add to them such relaxation techniques as deep breathing and meditation and you have an arsenal of weapons against bad moods.

D项通过替换关键词的方式对原文进行了同义改写，所以是正确选项。gut feeling有可能是消极的，也可能是积极的，所以A项发展(develop)和C项摒弃(get rid of)都犯了以偏概全的错误，所以不对。B项是典型的偷换概念，即“混”类的错误。第四段倒数第二句话说He may be unaware of his irritability and surprised when someone calls attention to it. 意为“他自己可能都没有意识到自己的愤怒，而其他人却注意到了”，而B项中虽然也有call attention to这个词组，意思却是“了解自己的gut feelings的重要性就是可以吸引别人对自己的gut feelings的注意”，和原文风马牛不相及，所以也不对。

再来看一道推断题：

第六段的第四句话说We often have little control over when we are swept by emotion. 即“我们在受到情绪的影响的时候很难控制自己”，A项意为“我们可以控制自己的情绪”，与原文意思相反，所以不对。B项在原文中并未提及，属于“无”一类的错误选项，也不对。文章从第六段开始就探讨了控制情绪的诸多技巧，和D项所说的“缺乏控制情绪的技巧”相反。第六段第五句话说we can have some say in how long that emotion will last，即“我们可以决定我们的情绪可以持续多久”，C项中的determine是对原文中have some say的同义替换，duration of mood是对原文中的how long that emotion will last的同义替换，故C为正确选项。

以上所说的正确选项和错误选项是针对专四阅读中的“细节题”和“推断题”而言的。关于另外三种题型，即主旨题、语义题和观点态度题，情况就简单了许多。

主旨题的正确选项一定是对原文中心的总结和概括，而错误选项则有两种情况：其一是原文未提及的内容或是对原文的曲解；其二就是选项的内容虽然正确，但是属于原文的细节，不是主旨内容，即“以偏概全”。还以2005年专四真题阅读TEXT D为例：

语义题的正确选项一定是对原文单词的同义替换或解释。考生需要注意的是，有时考查的词汇的确是常见词汇，但是考查的是它在上下文中的引申含义。以上文的第97题为例：

spice对专四的考生来讲应该不是生词，本意为add flavor to sth.，但在这里显然用的是其引申意。文中提到Bad as well as good moods spice life and build character. 将spice life和build character相提并论，故应该选择一个褒义的词语对spice进行解释，根据上下文应该选A。

观点态度题的选项本身并不具有什么迷惑性，主要是要求考生必须认识四个选项的词汇，关于这一点，将在“第三章第二节”之“观点态度题”中进行详细讲解。


第5节 阅读选择题3大答题步骤

专四题型调整之前，阅读部分的考试时间为25分钟，要求考生在25分钟内读完4篇短文，并完成相关的20道题目。专四题型调整之后，选择题由原来的20题减至10题，并增加了5道简答题，虽然题目数量有所减少，但整体难度明显增加。如何在尽量短的时间内做对尽量多的题目，成了考生们要解决的最大问题，因此阅读的方法是非常重要的。

针对专四阅读的特点，考生可采取“框架—题干—原文”的阅读方法，具体如下：

1. 浏览全文，确定框架

首先浏览(skim)全文，把握文章的中心和框架结构。浏览全文时，速度要快，同时主要注意以下地方：

每段的首尾句：段落的中心一般出现在首句，还有可能在末句重复，故这两个地方一定要重点阅读；如果首句为举例则重点阅读例子后的一句话；如果首句后出现but, however等表示强转折的信号词，则该词所属的一句也要重点阅读；

文章中表示转折、因果、列举、举例等逻辑关系的词语：表示转折和原因的信号词后的句子一定要重点阅读；出现表示列举的信号词后，一定要找到列举的信息共有几处，但是不必仔细阅读；出现表示举例的词语，则其后的内容(即例子)不用阅读，但是它前面很可能是一个总结性的概念或者观点，要重点阅读；

形容词或者副词的最高级，以及表示唯一的词汇：应重点阅读；但是也可以划出这类词汇，遇到相应题目后再阅读；

含有比较结构、并列平行结构、倒装和强调等特殊句型：这些地方一般都是出题的关键点，如果此类句型出现在段首或者段尾，一定要仔细阅读；如果出现在其他地方，可以暂时将其划出，遇到相应题目后再阅读。

2. 阅读题干，寻读定位

在对文章的整体结构有了初步了解后，可将注意力放在题干上，通过寻读(scan)回原文定位。定位一般可分两步走：

首先大致定位。仔细阅读题干内容，当题干为Which of the following statements is(NOT)TRUE？之类时，则要认真阅读选项，寻找它们的共同点，以便大致确定该题目在文章中的哪一段或者哪一部分。请大家注意，阅读选项也是非常重要的，因为即使是错误选项，也能提供很多有用的信息。

其次具体定位。在题干或者选项中划出定位词，具体定位到句。关于定位词，首先要选那些有特征的词汇，例如数字、专有名词等；如果没有这类词汇，则选择那些难以替换的词语，这样可以回原文根据原词进行定位；最后，在前两种情况都行不通的情况下，只能尽量选择那些内容上比较重要的词汇，然后在段落中寻找其同义词进行定位。

我们以2014年专四真题阅读TEXT D的第96题为例：

96. According to the author, what is the natural way of education?

A. Doing things while learning.

B. Doing things before learning.

C. Doing things as an apprentice.

D. Learning practical knowledge first.

首先阅读题干，根据关键词natural way将答案信息定位于文章首段。然后划出每个选项中的关键词，A中的while learning, B中的before learning, C中的as an apprentice, D中的learning，回原文具体定位到句，为下一步的“研读原文，进行选择”做准备。

3. 研读原文，进行选择

定位之后，就要认真研读(study)原文中的句子，同时结合前文“第四节 通过辨识选项解答题目”中提到的正确、错误选项的特征准确判断，进行选择。


第6节 阅读简答题4大答题步骤

首先，考生需要注意的是，阅读简答题是新增题型，而且简答题是根据前面阅读选择题的四篇文章的内容命制的，因此，建议考生每做完一篇阅读选择题文章之后，立刻做后面根据这篇文章所命制的简答题，以保证答题效率。

1. 浏览题目

为了阅读文章时更有针对性，考生可先浏览题目，弄清楚问题问的是什么，然后阅读全文查找相关线索。考生可在文章中标出问题中的信息词，以便做题时能快速找出答案出处，并保证答案的准确性和完整性。

2. 针对性阅读

做题时，可先根据题干中的关键词，有针对性地阅读文章，然后再寻找文章所对应的内容，在相关段落或句子中找到正确答案。另外也需要抓住文章的关键词，因为关键词构成了一篇文章的精髓，这样做既有助于理解文章的内容，又可以在表达上言简意赅，与自己组织语言相比，使用关键词的答案更准确、简练，而且更加省时省力。

我们以2015年改革样题阅读Passage Three的第54题为例：

54. What does the author think of raising tax on cigarettes?

首先浏览题目，题目问：作者对提高香烟税收持什么样的态度？根据关键词raising tax on cigarettes将答案定位在文章第五段But the surest way to prevent smoking, particularly among price-sensitive teens, is to raise taxes.(但是防止吸烟最可靠的办法，尤其是对价格比较敏感的青少年而言，就是提高税费。)通过文章中的关键词the surest way可知作者认为提高香烟的税收是预防吸烟的一种可靠方法。组织答案时要针对关键词the surest way进行。因此答案应为It is an effective measure/a good measure.

3. 答题

答题时，简答题的答案形式要根据问题的提问方式来确定。一般情况下，如题目是以What提问的，则可用名词或名词性短语、从句等作答；以Why提问的，一般用because或because of等回答(也可以省略because)；以how提问的，则多用by等引导的介词短语回答。总之，简答题答案的原则是要简洁、准确、全面、概括性强。

另外，在整合答案时要注意句式结构的完整性，不要遗漏谓语动词、形容词、名词等传达真实意思的词汇，还需要注意名词的单复数、主谓一致等语法问题。若整合的答案超过了10个单词，可以用代词、短语对原文进行同义替换。

最后需要提醒考生的是，简答题的答案首字母要大写，句尾要有句点。

4. 检查

做完题目后，再快速浏览一遍文章，把握文章结构，核查文章主题句，以及段落的主题句，特别注意段落的开头、结尾、转折后及举例后等处。读完文章后，根据所得信息，仔细阅读题目，核查答案内容是否与原文信息相符，形式是否符合题目要求，如有偏差，应立即修改。

总之，短句问答题基于理解，重在表达，要精炼概括，言简意赅，答案要体现“简”与“准”二字。


第3章 题材扫描与题型剖析

第1节 8类题材全面扫描

专业英语四级大纲中对阅读题材和体裁的规定如下：

(1)题材广泛，包括社会、科技、文化、经济、日常知识、人物传记等。

(2)体裁多样，包括记叙文、说明文、议论文、广告、说明书、图表等。

(3)阅读材料的语言难度中等，关键词汇基本上不超出大纲规定的范围。

回顾了大纲的基本要求，下面我们就来具体看一下近来11年中英语专业四级考试阅读文章的具体内容和题材：


表3：近年英语专业四级考试阅读文章的内容和题材
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总结：通过对近年英语专业四级考试阅读真题的分析，我们可以看出：历年英语专业四级考试阅读文章的内容十分广泛，题材涉及文化、科普、人物故事、社会现象、教育、日常生活、商业职场和名著选段8个方面。


表4：英语专业四级考试阅读文章各题材所占篇数和比例
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结：通过上表可以看出，文化和科普这两类题材占到总比例的45.5%，重要程度不容忽视。人物故事、社会现象、教育及日常生活类文章比例比较平均，分别为13.6%、13.6%、11.4%及9.1%。商业职场类文章和名著选段考查频率不高，但最近一次考查的时间都比较近：2013年考过一篇商业职场类文章，2014年考过一篇名著选段。

1. 文化

我们这里定义的文化包含宗教、信仰、语言、风俗习惯及各种社会制度等细分类别，下表是历年真题中出现的文化题材的文章。
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真题再现(2010年Text D)

Cultural rules determine every aspect of food consumption. Who eats together defines social units. For example, in some societies, the nuclear family is the unit that regularly eats together. The anthropologist Mary Douglas has pointed out that, for the English, the kind of meal and the kind of food that is served relate to the kinds of social links between people who are eating together. She distinguishes between regular meals, Sunday meals when relatives may come, and cocktail parties for acquaintances. The food served symbolizes the occasion and reflects who is present. For example, only snacks are served at a cocktail party. It would be inappropriate to serve a steak or hamburgers. The distinctions among cocktails, regular meals, and special dinners mark the social boundaries between those guests who are invited for drinks, those who are invited to dinner, and those who come to a family meal. In this example, the type of food symbolizes the category of guest and with whom it is eaten.

In some New Guinea societies, the nuclear family is not the unit that eats together. The men take their meals in a men's house, separately from their wives and children. Women prepare and eat their food in their own houses and take the husband's portion to the men's house. The women eat with their children in their own houses. This pattern is also widespread among Near Eastern societies.

Eating is a metaphor that is sometimes used to signify marriage. In many New Guinea societies, like that of the Lesu on the island of New Ireland in the Pacific and that of the Trobriand Islanders, marriage is symbolized by the couple's eating together for the first time. Eating symbolizes their new status as a married couple. In U.S. society, it is just the reverse. A couple may go out to dinner on a first date.

Other cultural rules have to do with taboos against eating certain things. In some societies, members of a clan, a type of kin(family)group, are not allowed to eat the animal or bird that is their totemic ancestor. Since they believe themselves to be descended from that ancestor, it would be like eating that ancestor or eating themselves.

There is also an association between food prohibitions and rank, which is found in its most extreme form in the caste system of India. A caste system consists of ranked groups, each with a different economic specialization. In India, there is an association between caste and the idea of pollution. Members of highly ranked groups can be polluted by coming into contact with the bodily secretions, particularly saliva, of individuals of lower-ranked castes. Because of the fear of pollution, Brahmans and other high-ranked individuals will not share food with, not eat from the same plate as, not even accept food from an individual from a low-ranking caste.

文化题材的文章一般为说明文和议论文，知识性和故事性较强，与考生所学知识息息相关，例如，上文就是一篇说明文，介绍了各个国家在吃饭这件事上的不同习俗，吃饭这件每日必做的事情，考生一定不会觉得陌生。



该题材的文章主要考查考生对细节的把握，也涉及对作者及他人观点和态度的考查，例如，上文中就有三个细节题，另有一题的出题点在人物观点处。考生可以从其常考题型着手，提高做题效率。

熟悉背景知识



语言是文化的载体，每种语言都会体现出特定民族的历史、传统、风俗、宗教以及思维方式等，英语也不例外。如果缺乏对其背景知识的了解，就难以正确理解文章中的某些习惯表达，因此在平时要注意积累西方文化背景知识，了解相关背景知识，这对考生扩展视野、提高解题能力大有帮助。上文中，如果考生在日常学习和生活中了解这些饮食文化的差异，就会更容易理解文章，答题也会更加顺利。

考生在平时做题时可归纳出一些与文化相关的常用词汇，这将有助于减少阅读障碍，提高阅读速度和对文章的理解能力。

2. 科普

科普类题材的文章是对人类研究开发的科学知识、科学方法，以及融于其中的科学思想和科学精神的介绍。
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真题再现(2010年Text B)

Over the past several decades, the U.S.，Canada, and Europe have received a great deal of media and even research attention over unusual phenomena and unsolved mysteries. These include UFOs as well as sightings and encounters with “nonhuman creatures” such as Bigfoot and the Loch Ness monster. Only recently has Latin America begun to receive some attention as well. Although the mysteries of the Aztec, Mayan, and Inca civilizations have been known for centuries, now the public is also becoming aware of unusual, paranormal phenomena in countries such as Peru.

The Nazca “lines” of Peru were discovered in the 1930s. These lines are deeply carved into a flat, stony plain, and form about 300 intricate pictures of animals such as birds, a monkey, and a lizard. Seen at ground level, the designs are a jumbled senseless mess. The images are so large that they can only be viewed at a height of 1,000 feet—meaning from an aircraft. Yet there were no aircraft in 300 B.C.，when it is judged the designs were made. Nor were there then, or are there now, any nearby mountain ranges from which to view them. So how and why did the native people of Nazca create these marvelous designs? One answer appeared in 1969，when the German researcher and writer Erich von Daniken proposed that the lines were drawn by extraterrestrials as runways for their aircraft. The scientific community did not take long to scoff at and abandon von Daniken's theory. Over the years several other theories have been put forth, but none has been accepted by the scientific community.

Today there is a new and heightened interest in the Nazca lines. It is a direct result of the creation of the Internet. Currently there are over 60 sites dedicated to this mystery from Latin America's past, and even respected scientists have joined the discussion through e-mail and chat rooms.

Will the Internet help explain these unsolved mysteries? Perhaps it is a step in the right direction.

专四阅读中，科普题材的文章主要涉及科学研究、科学知识等方面的内容，在历年试题中占20%左右。科普题材的文章体裁主要为说明文，因为是科普知识，所以引用的数据和专家的观点较多。



该题材的文章侧重考查学生对某些细节和语义的理解，要求考生具备相应的推断能力。例如，上文中的5道题中，有3道题考查文章的某些细节；1道题考查考生对句型的理解；1道题考查对作者态度的推断。

把握行文规律



考生在阅读科普题材的文章时，其中一个难点就在于对行文规律的把握。该题材的文章一般以设问句或陈述句开篇提出要说明的要点，接下来再分层次具体阐述，常按一定的排列方式列举细节，如：时间顺序、因果关系、对比关系和事件的重要性等，考生要注意把握细节间的联系并分清主次，这是迅速找到答案的关键。上文中，作者在首段段尾通过一个转折句(Although…)引出了本文要介绍的主要内容，接下来便对这一内容进行了深度剖析。



这类文章经常采用sb. says…的句式，sb.是相关问题的专家或权威人士，需要重点注意和理解的是say之后的内容。另外，理解句与句间的连接词，尤其是表转折(如：but, however)、因果(如：because, for)或对比(如：on the contrary)等关系的关联词。

归纳主题常用词汇



科普题材的文章对考生而言比较陌生，再加上一些专业术语，使其成为阅读的难点。阅读这类文章，最大的问题就在于生疏的单词和长难句，考生在平时做题时应多积累特定领域或学科的常见词；一些专业术语虽不好理解，但根据上下文解释性的句子可推断出其大致意思。长难句多涉及数个主谓宾，不过，只要找准主干和修饰成分，理解就会轻松许多。

3. 人物故事

人物故事，顾名思义就是讲述人物的故事，一般为第一人称的记叙文，多为人物经历或其遭遇等的记叙和描述。
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真题再现(2009年Text C)

It was late in the afternoon, and I was putting the final touch on a piece of writing that I was feeling pretty good about. I wanted to save it, but my cursor had frozen. I tried to shut the computer down, and it seized up altogether. Unsure of what else to do, I yanked(用力猛拉)the battery out.

Unfortunately, Windows had been in the midst of a delicate and crucial undertaking. The next morning, when I turned my computer back on, it informed me that a file had been corrupted and Windows would not load. Then, it offered to repair itself by using the Windows Setup CD.

I opened the special drawer where I keep CDs. But no Windows CD in there. I was forced to call the computer company's Global Support Centre. My call was answered by a woman in some unnamed, far-off land. I find it annoying to make small talk with someone when I don't know what continent they're standing on. Suppose I were to comment on the beautiful weather we've been having when there was a monsoon at the other end of the phone? So I got right to the point.

“My computer is telling me a file is corrupted and it wants to fix itself, but I don't have the Windows Setup CD.”

“So you're having a problem with your Windows Setup CD.” She has apparently been dozing and, having come to just as the sentence ended, was attempting to cover for her inattention.

It quickly became clear that the woman was not a computer technician. Her job was to serve as a gatekeeper, a human shield for the technicians. Her sole duty, as far as I could tell, was to raise global stress levels.

To make me disappear, the woman gave me the phone number for Windows' creator, Microsoft. This is like giving someone the phone number for, I don't know, North America. Besides, the CD worked; I just didn't have it. No matter how many times I repeated my story, we came back to the same place. She was calm and resolutely polite.

When my voice hit a certain decibel(分贝)，I was passed along, like a hot, irritable potato, to a technician.

“You don't have the Windows Setup CD, ma'am, because you don't need it,” he explained cheerfully. “Windows came preinstalled on your computer!”

“But I do need it.”

“Yes, but you don't have it.” We went on like this for a while. Finally, he offered to walk me through the use of a different CD, one that would erase my entire system. “Of course, you'd lose all your e-mail, your documents, your photos.” It was like offering to drop a safe on my head to cure my headache. “You might be able to recover them, but it would be expensive.” He sounded delighted. “And it's not covered by the warranty(产品保证书)!” The safe began to seem like a good idea, provided it was full.

I hung up the phone and drove my computer to a small, friendly repair place I'd heard about. A smart, helpful man dug out a Windows CD and told me it wouldn't be a problem. An hour later, he called to let me know it was ready. I thanked him, and we chatted about the weather, which was the same outside my window as it was outside his.

人物故事题材的文章多为记叙文，讲述的是发生在某人身上的故事。该题材的文章故事性强，趣味性也比较强，理解起来相对容易一些。考生应特别注意捕捉文章中的五要素，即：人物(who)、事件(what)、时间(when)、地点(where)以及原因和方式(why and how)，以抓住故事发展的脉络，理解全文。上文中的人物就是作者本人，事件是作者的电脑坏了，需要修理，便给电脑公司打电话，结果接电话的工作人员非但没给作者解决问题，还惹得作者十分恼火，作者最后十分无奈，放弃了与工作人员的沟通，最终，在一家电脑修理部修好了电脑。

注意出题顺序



人物故事题材的文章，其题目顺序一般与文章顺序一致，即第一题在文章开头，二、三题位于文章主体部分，最后一题在文章结尾处。上文中，第一题的出题点位于第一段，第二、三、四题的出题点都位于文章的主体部分，最后一题则考查考生对文章整体的理解。但也有例外，如果文章整体较为简单，出题者就会打乱问题次序以提高题目难度，不过这种情况较为少见。

4 社会现象

社会现象这一题材涉及的范围较广，包括社会生活的方方面面，如：社会犯罪、社会变化、趋向走势等社会方面的问题、现象等。
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真题再现(2004年Text B)

Every year thousands of people are arrested and taken to court for shop-lifting. In Britain alone, about HK $ 3,000,000's worth of goods are stolen from shops every week. This amounts to something like HK$150 million a year, and represents about 4 per cent of the shops' total stock. As a result of this “shrinkage” as the shops call it, the honest public has to pay higher prices.

Shop-lifters can be divided into three main categories：the professionals, the deliberate amateur, and the people who just can't help themselves. The professionals do not pose much of a problem for the store detectives, who, assisted by closed circuit television, two-way mirrors and various other technological devices, can usually cope with them. The professionals tend to go for high value goods in parts of the shops where security measures are tightest. And, in any case, they account for only a small percentage of the total losses due to shop-lifting.

The same applies to the deliberate amateur who is, so to speak, a professional in training. Most of them get caught sooner or later, and they are dealt with severely by the courts.

The real problem is the person who gives way to a sudden temptation and is in all other respects an honest and law-abiding citizen. Contrary to what one would expect, this kind of shop-lifter is rarely poor. He does not steal because he needs the goods and cannot afford to pay for them. He steals because he simply cannot stop himself. And there are countless others who, because of age, sickness or plain absent-mindedness, simply forget to pay for what they take from the shops. When caught, all are liable to prosecution, and the decision whether to send for the police or not is in the hands of the store manager.

In order to prevent the quite incredible growth in shop-lifting offences, some stores, in fact, are doing their best to separate the thieves from the confused by prohibiting customers from taking bags into the store. However, what is most worrying about the whole problem is, perhaps, that it is yet another instance of the innocent majority being penalized and inconvenienced because of the actions of a small minority. It is the aircraft hijack situation in another form. Because of the possibility of one passenger in a million boarding an aircraft with a weapon, the other 999，999 passengers must subject themselves to searches and delays. Unless the situation in the shops improves, in ten years' time we may all have to subject ourselves to a body-search every time we go into a store to buy a tin of beans！

社会现象题材的文章与人们的社会生活息息相关，考生在平时已经对该类型的文章有所了解，因此理解起来相对会容易一些。做题时注意从时间、地点和事件三方面定位，因为问题通常会围绕这三个要素展开。例如，在上文中，作者主要讨论的就是发生在各个商店的偷窃案件及小偷的种类，文章设置的题目也围绕这一话题展开。

5. 教育

此处所说的教育包括三个方面：家庭教育、学校教育和社会教育，也可分为学龄前教育和学龄后教育。
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真题再现(2007年Text D)

The kids are hanging out. I pass small bands of students, on my way to work these mornings. They have become a familiar part of the summer landscape.

These kids are not old enough for jobs. Nor are they rich enough for camp. They are school children without school. The calendar called the school year ran out on them a few weeks ago. Once supervised by teachers and principals, they now appear to be “self care”.

Passing them is like passing through a time zone. For much of our history, after all, Americans arranged the school year around the needs of work and family. In 19th-century cities, schools were open seven or eight hours a day,11 months a year. In rural America, the year was arranged around the growing season. Now, only 3 percent of families follow the agricultural model, but nearly all schools are scheduled as if our children went home early to milk the cows and took months off to work the crops. Now, three-quarters of the mothers of school-age children work, but the calendar is written as if they were home waiting for the school bus.

The six-hour day, the 180-day school year is regarded as something holy. But when parents work an eight-hour day and a 240-day year, it means something different. It means that many kids go home to empty houses. It means that, in the summer, they hang out.

“We have a huge mismatch between the school calendar and the realities of family life,” says Dr. Ernest Boyer, head of the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching.

Dr. Boyer is one of many who believe that a radical revision of the school calendar is inevitable. “School, whether we like it or not, is educational. It always has been.”

His is not a popular idea. Schools are routinely burdened with the job of solving all our social problems. Can they be asked to meet the needs of our work and family lives?

It may be easier to promote a longer school year on its educational merits and, indeed, the educational case is compelling. Despite the complaints and studies about our kids' lack of learning, the United States still has a shorter school year than any industrial nation. In most of Europe, the school year is 220 days. In Japan, it is 240 days long. While classroom time alone doesn't produce a well-educated child, learning takes time and more learning takes more time. The long summers of forgetting take a toll.

The opposition to a longer school year comes from families that want to and can provide other experiences for their children. It comes from teachers. It comes from tradition. And surely from kids. But the most important part of the conflict has been over money.

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真题再现(2007年Text A)

If you like the idea of staying with a family, living in a house might be the answer. Good landladies—those who are superb cooks and launderers, are figures as popular in fiction as the bad ones who terrorize their guest and overcharge them at the slightest opportunity. The truth is probably somewhere between the two extremes. If you are lucky, the food will be adequate, some of your laundry may be done for you and you will have a reasonable amount of comfort and companionship. For the less fortunate, house rules may restrict the freedom to invite friends to visit, and shared cooking and bathroom facilities can be frustrating and row-provoking if tidy and untidy guests are living under the same roof.

The same disadvantages can apply to flat sharing, with the added difficulties that arise from deciding who pays for what, and in what proportion. One person may spend hours on the phone, while another rarely makes calls. 日常生活题材的文章涉及的内容多为社会中的常见问题，所以考生需加强对各种社会问题的了解和认识，多掌握相关的背景知识以便正确理解文章。在阅读的时候，要关注文章的主题句，它们往往出现在首段或段落首句。了解了主题句，有助于考生从宏观上理解文章。

7. 商业职场

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真题再现(2004年Text A)

It often happens that a number of applicants with almost identical qualifications and experience all apply for the same position. In their educational background, special skills and work experience, there is little, if anything, to choose between half a dozen candidates. How then does the employer make a choice? Usually on the basis of an interview.

There are many arguments for and against the interview as a selection procedure. The main argument against it is that it results in a wholly subjective decision. As often as not, employers do not choose the best candidate, they choose the candidate who makes a good first impression on them. Some employers, of course, reply to this argument by saying that they have become so experienced in interviewing staff that they are able to make a sound assessment of each candidate's likely performance.

The main argument in favour of the interview—and it is, perhaps, a good argument—is that an employer is concerned not only with a candidate's ability, but with the suitability of his or her personality for the particular work situation. Many employers, for example, will overlook occasional inefficiencies from their secretary provided she has a pleasant personality.

It is perhaps true to say, therefore, that the real purpose of an interview is not to assess the assessable aspects of each candidate but to make a guess at the more intangible things, such as personality, character and social ability. Unfortunately, both for the employers and applicants for jobs, there are many people of great ability who simply do not interview well. There are also, of course, people who interview extremely well, but are later found to be very unsatisfactory employees.

Candidates who interview well tend to be quietly confident, but never boastful; direct and straightforward in their questions and answers; cheerful and friendly, but never over-familiar; and sincerely enthusiastic and optimistic. Candidates who interview badly tend to be at either end of the spectrum of human behaviour. They are either very shy or over-confident. They show either a lack of enthusiasm or an excess of it. They either talk too little or never stop talking. They are either over-polite or rudely abrupt.

此题材文章在结构上通常是开篇提出文章的中心句，指明文章要阐述的某种现象或问题；接下来对该现象或问题出现的原因、发展情况、结果和影响等进行论述和说明；最后作者往往会提出解决问题的方法，或表明自己的观点和态度。上文中，作者在第一段提出问题——面试，接下来便在第二、三、四段中对面试的优缺点进行了分析并提出了自己的观点，最后一段中，作者介绍了求职成功者和求职失败者的性格特点。

8. 名著选段

For several days I saw little of Mr. Rochester. In the morning he seemed much occupied with business, and in the afternoon gentlemen from the neighbourhood called and sometimes stayed to dine with him. When his foot was well enough, he rode out a great deal.

During this time, all my knowledge of him was limited to occasional meetings about the house, when he would sometimes pass me coldly, and sometimes bow and smile. His changes of manner did not offend me, because I saw that I had nothing to do with the cause of them.

One evening, several days later, I was invited to talk to Mr. Rochester after dinner. He was sitting in his armchair, and looked not quite so severe, and much less gloomy. There was a smile on his lips, and his eyes were bright, probably with wine. As I was looking at him, he suddenly turned, and asked me，“Do you think I'm handsome, Miss Eyre?”

The answer somehow slipped from my tongue before I realized it：“No, sir.”

“Ah, you really are unusual! You are a quiet, serious little person, but you can be almost rude.”

“Sir, I'm sorry. I should have said that beauty doesn't matter, or something like that.”

“No, you shouldn't! I see, you criticize my appearance, and then you stab me in the back! You have honesty and feeling. There are not many girls like you. But perhaps I go too fast. Perhaps you have awful faults to counterbalance your few good points.”

I thought to myself that he might have too. He seemed to read my mind, and said quickly，“Yes, you're right. I have plenty of faults. I went the wrong way when I was twenty-one, and have never found the right path again. I might have been very different. I might have been as good as you, and perhaps wiser. I am not a bad man, take my word for it, but I have done wrong. It wasn't my character, but circumstances which were to blame. Why do I tell you all this? 把握考查点



该题材的文章选自名家名著，一般都为记叙文。题目多是对语义的考查，这就要求考生能深刻理解文章。由于此类文章选自名著，所以考生平时可读些原版名著或是其简写本，多了解一些名著的内容及背景知识。上文选自世界名著《简·爱》，描述的是女主人公简·爱对男主人公罗切斯特先生的印象以及他们谈话的经过。在题目设置上，共有5道题，其中2道题是语义题，考查考生对文章的整体把握，1道题考查对文章人物描写部分的把握。

把握文章背景



把握文章背景对理解这类题材的文章尤为重要；特别是对时代背景的了解，这是理解文章的关键。


第2节 5种题型深度剖析

1. 细节题

提问方式

提问对象涉及文章中的各种细节，如人物、时间、地点、事件等等。从考查的内容看，有对因果、列举、举例、复杂句等的考查。

命题规律

此类题目的出题点一般为长难句处，考生尤其要注意符合以下情况的长难句：

(1)列举处：列举处通常由first, second, third等并列关系词引导，但有时也会采取句式排比的方式。

(2)举例打比方处：作者常用实例、权威人士的论断或比喻来阐述观点或看法，使其更有说服力，因此考生应对那些引出例子或比喻的标志词多加注意，常见的有as, such as, for example, for instance等。

(3)指代词处：文章通常具有指代上下文语义功能的词汇，包括代词以及指代性的名词，如：it, that, the case, the situation等，考生对于这些指代词应格外注意，它们往往也是细节题考查的重点。

(4)双重否定处：双重否定句有加强语气的作用，也常作细节题的考查点。

(5)因果关系处：一般因果句会表现出作者的目的、观点或文章主题，因此也是常见考点，常见的因果关系词有consequently, thus, so等。

答题技巧

(1)根据题干及其中的定位词回原文准确定位。

(2)认真研读定位信息，切不可根据自己的知识或者阅读文章后的记忆来回答。

(3)根据上文提到过的关于正确、错误选项的特征来进行选择。

(4)和选择题中的细节题不同的是，简答题中的细节题更容易通过关键信息词的定位在原文中找到答案，但也会有题干中的词在原文中找不到定位的情况，这时就需要考生先寻找这些词的同义词，然后再次定位。

(5)在解答简答题中的细节题时，一定要保证语法和拼写的正确、句式的完整，另外需要特别注意的是组织答案时可以使用原文中的单词，但最好不要整句照抄，而应将文中相关的短语或句子修改、总结后作答，即答案需要在对原文词句充分理解的基础上，用自己的话组织语句。

2. 推断题

提问方式

总的说来，推断题有两种：局部推断和全文推断。

局部推断要求考生根据信息点、句子、段落进行推断和引申，常见的提问方式如：

The author concludes that industrial development would_____.

It can be learned from the passage that the avant-garde art would_____.

It can be inferred from the second paragraph that_____.

全文推断要求考生就全文内容进行推断和引申，难度最大，主要体现在题干中没有明确的词语帮助回原文定位：

From the passage we can draw the conclusion that_____.

It is implied / indicated / suggested that_____.

What conclusions can be drawn from the passage?

It can be inferred/concluded from the passage that_____.

The report seems to conclude that_____.

What's implied but not stated by the author is that_____.

命题规律

(1)局部推断题常见于逻辑性较强的段落或者句子：转折对比处、因果关系处、类比关系处等。

(2)局部推断题还有可能来自表示言外之意的句子：虚拟语气处、反问句处、运用反讽的修辞手段处。

(3)全文推断题名为全文推断，实际上经常考查的是最后一段和中心论点。

(4)全文推断题还有可能来自原文若干个不同的信息点，这种情况最难。

答题技巧

(1)推断题的答案一定来自于原文，切不可根据自己的想象胡乱猜测。

(2)答题时应根据文章内部的逻辑关系合理进行推断，注意明显的标志性逻辑关系词语。

(3)文章或者段落的中心往往会对推断提供有力依据，因此推断一定要紧紧抓住文章中心。

(4)熟悉“推断题”的正确和错误选项的特点，在回原文定位的基础上，对比选项作答。

3. 主旨题

提问方式

主旨题主要测试应试者对文章中心的理解能力。有三种提问方式：主旨大意、文章标题和写作目的，其中考查文章标题最多，写作目的最少。在2006年的考试中，还出现了一种“文体题”，即询问文章属于narration(记叙)、description(描写)、persuasion(驳论)、exposition(说明)中的哪一种，为了方便起见，编者将其也放在了主旨题中。现就提问方式举例如下：

What is the main idea(subject)of this passage?

What does this passage mainly(primarily)concerned?

The main theme of this passage is_____.

The main point of the passage is_____.

Which of the following is the best title for the passage?

The title that best expresses the theme of the passage is_____.

命题规律

(1)段首、段尾句处常考。一般来说，短文中第一段首句或末段末句往往是文章中心思想的表达处；有时某一段的段首、段尾句是该段的主题句。因此，命题者常在这些地方出题。

(2)文章的首、末段常考。文章的中心思想句往往出现在这些地方。

(3)转折、因果等表明逻辑关系处常考。转折之后、因果之后往往会出现文章中心、作者的主要观点或者写作目的等。

答题技巧

(1)主题句法：快速浏览文章，查找文章主题句。文章主题句可能出现的地方有：第一段的首句、末句、第二句(当第二句的开头为转折词时)；第二段的开头(当第二段是对第一段的总结或者转折时)；文章末段。

(2)主题词法：阅读时，注意出现频率高的单词，这些词可能就是蕴含中心思想的关键词。这些关键词可能是同一词多次出现，也可能同一类词贯穿全文。

(3)框架法：根据段落的主题句(常出现的地方有段落的开头、结尾、转折后、举例后)，确定文章的框架，使得文章的主题彻底显现。

(4)推断法：如果以上三种方法均不适用，那么就要寻找有无具体事例、细节、论述表明或者暗含了文章主题。

(5)参照前文提到的“主旨题”的正确、错误选项特征进行选择。

4. 语义题

提问方式

语义题主要考查考生对阅读文章中出现的词、词组或句子的含义的理解能力，一般需要考生知道或能够推断出该生词的近义词或该短语(句)的引申意义。可分为以下几种情况：

(1)针对考纲内词汇，主要考查考生选取该词汇在特定上下文中特定含义的能力。

(2)针对考纲外词汇或陌生短语，主要考查考生根据上下文推断生词及短语含义的能力。

(3)针对句子，主要考查考生根据上下文推断句子含义的能力。

(4)针对代词，主要考查考生对代词指代关系理解的能力。

常见的提问方式有：

What does the word "…" mean?

Who does the word "…" refer to in Line…?

The phrase "…" means_____.

In Line…, the word "…" could be correctly replaced by_____.

What does "it" in Line… refer to?

命题规律

(1)逻辑关系较为明显的句子易考：这样就可以考查考生根据上下文逻辑关系推测生词含义的能力。

(2)一词多义的单词易考：有些词一词多义，要求考生能通过阅读，理解该词的确切含义。

(3)含有特殊语法现象的句子易考：如出现双重否定、比较对比、类比、虚拟语气等的句子，据此考查考生根据这些特殊语法现象本身的特点推测句子或者句中短语在上下文中含义的能力。

(4)复杂句易考：复杂句由于其句子结构复杂，句子之间的指代关系复杂等特点，常成为考查考生理解能力的一种手段。

答题技巧

(1)对于生词，可根据上下文中的重述、解释，上下文的逻辑关系，以及一些基本常识推测其含义 此外还有个别的词语可以根据构词法推测其含义。

(2)如果题目询问的单词属于“熟词”，要特别留意，因为“熟词僻义”也是专四阅读中语义题的考点之一，一定要根据上下文来推断词义，且不可轻易进行选择。

(3)如果题目询问的是句子的含义，那么该句往往含有言外之意，因此要根据上下文，以及该段中心和作者的主要观点态度来进行合理推测，切不可根据句子的字面意思来解释。

(4)如果题目考查代词的指代，一定要仔细分析上下文之间的逻辑关系及思路，由此来判断代词所指；同时，代词的单复数也会提供一些线索，如复数的物会用those, these，单数则用it。

5. 观点态度题

提问方式

考查考生对作者在文中所表达的主要观点及作者所持态度的把握，常见的提问方式有：

What's the writer's attitude to…?

What's the tone of the passage?

The author's view is_____.

The writer's attitude of this passage is apparently_____.

How does the author feel about…?

命题规律

(1)涉及文章中心思想处易考：文章的中心思想、组织脉络与作者的观点和态度是密切相关的。

(2)作者提出观点处易考：这主要出现在议论文体中。议论文中作者的思路一般是提出某观点，而后加以论证，最后得出与观点相一致的结论，所以这样的内容处自然成为观点和态度题的考点。

(3)语义转折或对比处易考：语义转折或对比处往往标志着作者将要提出文章中的重点内容，表明基本思想，自然也反映了作者的观点和态度，因此命题者会围绕此处出题。

(4)复杂句易考：复杂句(尤其是表示条件或让步的主从复合句中)常暗含着作者的观点和态度。

(5)特殊句型易考：倒装句、强调句，以及含有虚拟语气、双重否定等的句子等，常预示所说内容的重要性，且该内容一般是与作者观点态度有着密切关系的。

答题技巧

(1)根据文体辨别态度：议论文中，文章的中心句处一般暗示作者的态度；说明文中作者的态度也往往采取中立；叙述性文章中，观点往往不直接提出，但作者写作时却常带有某种倾向性，所以要求考生在读这种文体时要细心捕捉表达或暗示情感态度的词或短语，以及那些烘托气氛，渲染情感的词句。

(2)根据中心辨别态度：对于综合性判断情感态度的题，需要分析段落大意，分析文章走向，理解文章中心思想后才能判断出作者的情感态度来。

(3)要会区分观点和事实，以及不同人的观点。

(4)先确定题干问"谁"的态度，"谁"可能是文章中的某人，也可能是作者；再返回文章中查找这个"谁"的观点，从而判断它是积极的还是消极的；假如查找后并未找到观点，而只有事实，即可确定答案为客观的。

(5)对于选项而言，要分清选项中的褒义词、中性词和贬义词，以此对照全文。



a)褒义词：positive赞成的；supporting支持的；praising赞扬的；optimistic乐观的；admiring羡慕的；interesting有趣的；humorous幽默的；serious严肃的；enthusiastic热情的；pleasant愉快的；polite礼貌的；concerned关切的；sober冷静的。



b)中性词：indifferent冷淡的，不关心的；impassive冷淡的，不动感情的；uninterested无兴趣的，不感兴趣的；neutral中立的；impersonal不带个人感情的；subjective主观的；objective客观的；informative提供信息的；impartial不偏袒的；apathetic漠不关心的。

Most of the cases were decided in state courts, when the railroads had the climate of the times on their sides. Government supported the railroad industry; the progress railroads represented was not to be slowed down by requiring them often to pay damages to those unlucky enough to be hurt working for them.

Court decisions always went against railroad workers. Mr. Farrell, an engineer, lost his right hand when a switchman's negligence ran his engine off the track. The court reasoned, that since Farrell had taken the job of an engineer voluntarily at good pay, he had accepted the risk. Therefore the accident, though avoidable had the switchmen acted carefully, was a “pure accident.”

In effect a railroad could never be held responsible for injury to one employee caused by the mistake of another. In one case where a Pennsylvania Railroad worker had started a fire at a warehouse and the fire had spread several blocks, causing widespread damage, a jury found the company responsible for all the damage. But the court overturned the jury's decision because it argued that the railroad's negligence was the immediate cause of damage only to the nearest buildings. Beyond them the connection was too remote to consider.

As the century wore on, public sentiment began to turn against the railroads—against their economic and political power and high fares as well as against their callousness toward individuals.

PASSAGE TWO
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It was the worst tragedy in maritime history, six times more deadly than the Titanic.

When the German cruise ship Wilhelm Gustloff was hit by torpedoes fired from a Russian submarine in the final winter of World War II, more than 10，000 people—mostly women, children and old people fleeing the final Red Army push into Nazi Germany—were packed aboard.①
 An ice storm had turned the decks into frozen sheets that sent hundreds of families sliding into the sea as the ship tilted and began to go down. Others desperately tried to put lifeboats down. Some who succeeded fought off those in the water who had the strength to try to claw their way aboard.②
 Most people froze immediately. “I'll never forget the screams”，says Christa Ntitzmann，87，one of the 1，200 survivors. She recalls watching the ship, brightly lit, slipping into its dark grave—and into seeming nothingness, rarely mentioned for more than half a century.

Now Germany's Nobel Prize-winning author Gtinter Grass has revived the memory of the 9,000 dead, including more than 4，000 children—with his latest novel Crab Walk, published last month. The book, which will be out in English next year, doesn't dwell on the sinking; its heroine is a pregnant young woman who survives the catastrophe only to say later：“Nobody wanted to hear about it, not here in the West(of Germany)and not at all in the East.” The reason was obvious. As Grass put it in a recent interview with the weekly Die Woche：“Because the crimes we Germans are responsible for were and are so dominant, we didn't have the energy left to tell of our own sufferings.”

The long silence about the sinking of the Wilhelm Gustloff was probably unavoidable—and necessary. By unreservedly owning up to their country's monstrous crimes in the Second World War, Germans have managed to win acceptance abroad, marginalize the neo-Nazis at home and make peace with their neighbors. Today's unified Germany is more prosperous and stable than at any time in its long, troubled history. For that, a half century of willful forgetting about painful memories like the German Titanic was perhaps a reasonable price to pay. But even the most politically correct Germans believe that they've now earned the right to discuss the full historical record. Not to equate German suffering with that of its victims, but simply to acknowledge a terrible tragedy.

PASSAGE THREE
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Three years ago, Joseph J. Ellis, one of the most widely read American historians, ran into a career crisis of his own strange devising. Just months after his book, Founding Brothers：The Revolutionary Generation won the Pulitzer Prize and planted itself for a long run on the best-seller list, it emerged that Ellis, who spent the Vietnam War years doing graduate work at Yale and teaching history at West Point, had been offering his students at Mount Holyoke College wholly invented accounts of his days as a platoon leader in Vietnam. After his tall tales were exposed in the Boston Globe, Ellis was suspended without pay for a year and compelled to relinquish his endowed chair.

But even after the story broke, his book continued to sell briskly. And why not? No one ever accused him of falsifying his scholarship, and his probing biographies remain some of the most psychologically penetrating portraits of the Founding Fathers that we have. His supple new book, His Excellency：George Washington(Knopf；320 pages)，is another in that line, full of subtle inroads into the man Ellis calls the most notorious model of self-control in all of American history, the original marble man.

The Washington Ellis gives us is not the customary figure operating serenely above the fray but a man constantly seeking to govern his own passions. Ironically, telling Washington's story truthfully requires Ellis to occasionally cast doubt on the great man's honesty. Washington could lie when he needed to—for instance, by misrepresenting for posterity his role in the disastrous engagement at Fort Necessity during the French and Indian War. And throughout his career, he feigned a lack of ambition as cover for a relentless impulse to move upward in the world.

Washington had no more than a grade-school education, but he had an early grasp of issues that would be crucial to America's future, such as westward expansion and the vexing matter of slavery. He eventually concluded that slavery must be abolished, though his own slaves were freed only after his death. He also understood precisely what his role in the new nation should be. Washington emerged from the War of Independence as a kind of god. Like Caesar before him and Napoleon after, he might easily have parlayed military glory into imperial power. But he performed his greatest service to his country by refusing to yield to that temptation. At the end of his second Administration, he turned down a third term, thereby establishing an enduring example of limited presidential tenure.

Washington was willing to refuse a crown, but he was exasperated by Thomas Jefferson's and James Madison's aversion to federal power. His experience during the war with Britain, when a rudderless Continental Congress left his army chronically short of supplies, convinced him of the need for a government strong enough to pursue national purposes. But as Ellis sees it, Washington's views were also “projections onto the national screen of the need for the same kind of controlling authority he had orchestrated within his own personality”. The Father of His Country had first to prevail as master of himself.

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The tourist trade is booming. With all this coming and going, you'd expect greater understanding to develop between the nations of the world. Not a bit of it! Superb systems of communication by air, sea and land make it possible for us to visit each other's countries at a moderate cost. What was once the “grand tour”，reserved for only the very rich, is now within everybody's grasp. The package tour and chartered flights are not to be sneered at. Modern travelers enjoy a level of comfort which the lords and ladies on grand tours in the old days couldn't have dreamed of. But what's the sense of this mass exchange of populations if the nations of the world remain basically ignorant of each other?

Many tourist organizations are directly responsible for this state of affairs. They deliberately set out to protect their clients from too much contact with the local population. The modern tourist leads a cosseted, sheltered life. He lives at international hotels, where he eats his international food and sips his international drink while he gazes at the natives from a distance. Conducted tours to places of interest are carefully censored. The tourist is allowed to see only what the organizers want him to see and no more. A strict schedule makes it impossible for the tourist to wander off on his own; and anyway, language is always a barrier, so he is only too happy to be protected in this way. At its very worst, this leads to a new and hideous kind of colonization. The summer quarters of the inhabitants of the Cite Universitaire are temporarily reestablished on the island of Corfu. Blackpool is recreated at Torremolinos where the traveler goes not to eat paella, but fish and chips.

The sad thing about this situation is that it leads to the persistence of national stereotypes. We don't see the people of other nations as they really are, but as we have been brought up to believe they are. You can test this for yourself. Take five nationalities, say, French, German, English, American and Italian. Now in your mind, match them with these five adjectives:musical, amorous, cold, pedantic, native. Far from providing us with any insight into the national characteristics of the peoples just mentioned, these adjectives actually act as barriers. So when you set out on your travels, the only characteristics you notice are those which confirm your preconceptions. You come away with the highly unoriginal and inaccurate impression that, say，“Anglo-Saxons are hypocrites” and that “Latin peoples shout a lot”. You only have to make a few foreign friends to understand how absurd and harmful national stereotypes are. But how can you make foreign friends when the tourist trade does its best to prevent you?

Carried to an extreme, stereotypes can be positively dangerous. Wild generalizations stir up racial hatred and blind us to the basic fact—how trite it sounds—that all people are human. We are all similar to each other and at the same time all unique.

SECTION A MULTIPLE-CHOICE QUESTIONS

PASSAGE ONE
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Students of United States history, seeking to identify the circumstances that encouraged the emergence of feminist movements, have thoroughly investigated the mid-nineteenth-century American economic and social conditions that affected the status of women. These historians, however, have analyzed less fully the development of specifically feminist ideas and activities during the same period. Furthermore, the ideological origins of feminism in the United States have been obscured because, even when historians did take into account those feminist ideas and activities occurring within the United States, they failed to recognize that feminism was then a truly international movement actually centered in Europe. American feminist activists who have been described as “solitary” and “individual theorists” were in reality connected to a movement—utopian socialism—which was already popularizing feminist ideas in Europe during the two decades that culminated in the first women's rights conference held at Seneca Falls, New York, in 1848. Thus, a complete understanding of the origins and development of nineteenth-century feminism in the United States requires that the geographical focus be widened to include Europe and that the detailed study already made of social conditions be expanded to include the ideological development of feminism.①


The earliest and most popular of the utopian socialists were the Saint-Simonians. The specifically feminist part of Saint-Simonianism has, however, been less studied than the group's contribution to early socialism. This is regrettable on two counts. By 1832 feminism was the central concern of Saint-Simonianism and entirely absorbed its adherents' energy; hence, by ignoring its feminism, European historians have misunderstood Saint-Simonianism. Moreover, since many feminist ideas can be traced to Saint-Simonianism, European historians' appreciation of later feminism in France and the United States remained limited.

Saint-Simon's followers, many of whom were women, based their feminism on an interpretation of his project to reorganize the globe by replacing brute force with the rule of spiritual powers. The new world order would be ruled together by a male, to represent reflection, and a female, to represent sentiment. This complementarity reflects the fact that, while the Saint-Simonians did not reject the belief that there were innate differences between men and women, they nevertheless foresaw an equally important social and political role for both sexes in their Utopia.

Only a few Saint-Simonians opposed a definition of sexual equality based on gender distinction. This minority believed that individuals of both sexes were born similar in capacity and character, and they ascribed male-female differences to socialization and education. The envisioned result of both currents of thought, however, was that women would enter public life in the new age and that sexual equality would reward men as well as women with an improved way of life.

PASSAGE TWO
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When school officials in Kalkaska, Michigan, closed classes last week, the media flocked to the story, portraying the town's 2，305 students as victims of stingy taxpayers. There is some truth to that; the property-tax rate here is one-third lower than the state average. But shutting their schools also allowed Kalkaska's educators and the state's largest teachers' union, the Michigan Education Association, to make a political point. Their aim was to spur the passage of legislation Michigan lawmakers are debating to increase the state's share of school funding.

It was no coincidence that Kalkaska shut its schools two weeks after residents rejected a 28 percent property-tax increase. The school board argued that without the increase it lacked the $1.5 million needed to keep schools open.

But the school system had not done all it could to keep the schools open. Officials declined to borrow against next year's state aid, they refused to trim extracurricular activities and they did not consider seeking a smaller—perhaps more acceptable—tax increase. In fact, closing early is costing Kalkaska a significant amount, including $600，000 in unemployment payments to teachers and staff and $250，000 in lost state aid. In February, the school system promised teachers and staff two months of retirement payments in case schools closed early, a deal that will cost the district $275，000 more.

Other signs suggest school authorities were at least as eager to make a political statement as to keep schools open. The Michigan Education Association hired a public relations firm to stage a rally marking the school closings, which attracted 14 local and national television stations and networks. The president of the National Education Association, the MEA's parent organization, flew from Washington, D.C.，for the event. And the union tutored school officials in the art of television interviews. School supervisor Doyle Disbrow acknowledges the district could have kept schools open by cutting programs but denies the moves were politically motivated.

Michigan lawmakers have reacted angrily to the closings. The state Senate has already voted to put the system into receivership and reopen schools immediately; the Michigan House plans to consider the bill this week.

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I had an experience some years ago which taught me something about the ways in which people make a bad situation worse by blaming themselves. One January, I had to officiate at two funerals on successive days for two elderly women in my community. Both had died “full of years”，as the Bible would say; both yielded to the normal wearing out of the body after a long and full life. Their homes happened to be near each other, so I paid condolence calls on the two families on the same afternoon.

At the first home, the son of the deceased woman said to me，“If only I had sent my mother to Florida and gotten her out of this cold and snow, she would be alive today. It's my fault that she died.” At the second home, the son of the other deceased woman said，“If only I hadn't insisted on my mother's going to Florida, she would be alive today. That long airplane ride, the abrupt change of climate, was more than she could take. It's my fault that she's dead.”

When things don't turn out as we would like them to, it is very tempting to assume that had we done things differently, the story would have had a happier ending. Priests know that any time there is a death, the survivors will feel guilty. Because the course of action they took turned out badly, they believe that the opposite course—keeping Mother at home, postponing the operation—would have turned out better. After all, how could it have turned out any worse?

There seem to be two elements involved in our readiness to feel guilt. The first is our pressing need to believe that the world makes sense, that there is a cause for every effect and a reason for everything that happens. That leads us to find patterns and connections both where they really exist and where they exist only in our minds.

The second element is the notion that we are the cause of what happens, especially the bad things that happen. It seems to be a short step from believing that every event has a cause to believing that every disaster is our fault. The roots of this feeling may lie in our childhood. Psychologists speak of the infantile myth of omnipotence. A baby comes to think that the world exists to meet his needs, and that he makes everything happen in it. He wakes up in the morning and summons the rest of the world to its tasks. He cries, and someone comes to attend to him. When he is hungry, people feed him, and when he is wet, people change him. Very often, we do not completely outgrow that infantile notion that our wishes cause things to happen.

PASSAGE FOUR
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The theory of stellar evolution predicts that when the core of a star has used up its nuclear fuel, the core will collapse. If the star is about the size of the sun, it will turn into a degenerate dwarf star. If it is somewhat larger, it may undergo a supernova explosion that leaves behind a neutron star. But if the stellar core has a mass greater than about three solar masses, gravitational forces overwhelm nuclear forces and the core collapses. Since nuclear forces are the strongest repulsive forces known, nothing can stop the continued collapse of the star. A black hole in space is formed.

Because of the intense gravitational forces near the black hole, nothing can escape from it, not even light. If we were to send a probe toward an isolated black hole, the probe would detect no radiation from the black hole. It would, however, sense a gravitational field like the one that would be produced by a normal star of the same mass. As the probe approached the black hole, the gravitational forces would increase inexorably(不可阻挡地). At a distance of a few thousand kilometers, the gravitational forces would literally be torn away from the side furthest away from the black hole. Eventually, at a distance of a few kilometers from the black hole, the particles that made up the probe would pass the point of no return, and the particles would be lost forever down the black hole. This point of no return is called the gravitational radius of the black hole.

But how can we hope to observe such an object? Nature, herself, could conceivably provide us with a “probe” of a black hole：a binary star system in which one of the stars has become a black hole and is absorbing the mass of its companion star.①
 As the matter of the companion star fell into the black hole, it would accelerate. This increased energy of motion would be changed into heat energy. Near the gravitational radius the matter would move at speeds close to the speed of light, and temperatures would range from tens of millions of degrees to perhaps as much as a billion degrees. At these temperatures, X and gamma radiation are produced. Further, since the matter near the gravitational radius would be orbiting the black hole about once every millisecond, the X radiation should show erratic, short-term variability unlike the regular or periodic variability associated with neutron stars and degenerate dwarfs.

The X-ray source Cygnus X-1 fulfills these “experimental” conditions. It is part of a binary star system in which a blue supergiant star is orbiting an invisible companion star. This invisible companion has a mass greater than about nine times the mass of the Sun, and it is a strong X-ray source that shows rapid variations in the intensity of its X-ray flux. Most astronomers believe that Cygnus X-1 is a black hole but this belief is tempered(使缓和)with a dose of caution. The idea of a black hole is still difficult to swallow, but theorists can think of no other object that could explain the phenomenon of Cygnus X-1. For this reason, in most scientific papers, Cygnus X-1 is referred to simply as a black hole “candidate”.

Those who believe that drama evolved out of ritual also argue that those rites contained the seed of theater because music, dance, masks, and costumes were almost always used. Furthermore, a suitable site had to be provided for performances and when the entire community did not participate, a clear division was usually made between the “acting area” and the “auditorium.” In addition, there were performers, and, since considerable importance was attached to avoiding mistakes in the enactment of rites, religious leaders usually assumed that task. Wearing masks and costumes, they often impersonated other people, animals, or supernatural beings, and mimed the desired effect—success in hunt or battle, the coming rain, the revival of the Sun—as an actor might. Eventually such dramatic representations were separated from religious activities.

Another theory traces the theater's origin from the human interest in storytelling. According to this view, tales(about the hunt, war, or other feats)are gradually elaborated, at first through the use of impersonation, action, and dialogue by a narrator and then through the assumption of each of the roles by a different person. A closely related theory traces theater to those dances that are primarily rhythmical and gymnastic or that are imitations of animal movements and sounds.

PASSAGE TWO
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Every year at this time, the Census Bureau announces the official U.S. poverty rate. And every year, the same fruitless debate takes place.

Some will point to the successes and urge we stay the course. Some will point to the failures and call for more spending on antipoverty programs. Unfortunately, the analyses on both sides are based on faulty data—because our measures are critically flawed and overstate the number of Americans in poverty.

The official poverty measure counts only monetary income. It considers antipoverty programs such as food stamps, housing assistance, the Earned Income Tax Credit, Medicaid and school lunches, among others，“in-kind benefits”—and hence not income. So, despite everything these programs do to relieve poverty, they aren't counted as income when Washington measures the poverty rate.

It's time to scrap this outdated definition of income. After all, government has changed how it combats poverty：direct-cash subsidies are out; benefits that can be used only for essentials, such as food, shelter and health care, are in.①
  But because of how we measure poverty, progress is unreported, even if families do better.

Since 1995，the National Research Council has recommended the Census Bureau include programs that distribute in-kind benefits, such as food stamps, which are the equivalent of cash, and include the effect of taxes and tax refunds such as the EITC(Earned Income Tax Credit). And why not? Noncash assets such as houses and cars are routinely used to assess economic worth. Taxpayers consider an IRS(Internal Revenue Service)tax refund as monetary income and income taxes as lost income. Yet the Census Bureau ignores the effect of taxes and doesn't count the EITC refund as income.

Studies that take into account all income and transfer payments to low-income people have found a decline in the number of those in poverty. A 2006 study in the Journal of Economic Perspectives reported that if in-kind benefits are included in income, poverty rates in 2003 would have declined from 12.7 percent to 9.9 percent. By counting all income and taxes, the poverty rate falls by more than 20 percent. The current system's bad accounting can lead to bad public policy. The misleading figures make it difficult to accurately judge antipoverty programs.

It's important to have an accurate measure of progress in our war on poverty. Americans want to help those in need, but they want to do so intelligently. That's difficult when the data are inaccurate. The current measure assumes direct-cash transfers are the only effective way to reduce the poverty rate. Lawmakers rightly avoid direct-cash transfers because of the lack of accountability. In-kind benefits, such as food stamps, ensure the money is spent on needs, such as milk and food, and not vices, such as alcohol and tobacco.

The Census Bureau needs to update its measurement of income and poverty. At a minimum, it should emphasize the poverty rate after counting all government transfer programs and taxes. This will allow Americans to see how effective low-income aid is in reducing the poverty rate and what types of relief work best.

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The House of Lords has a charm few people seem able to resist. The more cut-off it becomes from everyday life, the greater its attraction for weary businessmen and politicians. On the road outside the word “Peers” is painted across the car-park in large white letters. Inside a tall ex-Guardsman directs you through the vaulted entrance hall, past a long row of elaborate gothic coat-hooks, each one labeled, beginning with the royal dukes—one of the many features of the building reminiscent of a school.

Upstairs you come to a series of high, dark rooms, with gothic woodwork and carved ceilings. A life-size white marble statue of the young Queen Victoria watches elderly peers sitting at tables writing letters on gothic writing paper. Doors lead off to long dining-rooms, one for guests, another for peers only and to a large bar looking over the river, which serves drinks all day and sells special “House of Lords” cigarettes. Other closed doors are simply marked “Peers”—an embarrassing ambiguity for lady peers, for “peers” can mean the Lords equivalent of “gentlemen”.

There is an atmosphere of contented old age. The rooms are full of half-remembered faces of famous men or politicians one had—how shall one put it—forgotten still around. There is banter between left-wing peers and right-wing peers and a great deal of talk about operations and ailments and nursing homes.

Leading off the man ante-room is the chamber itself—the fine flower of the Victorian romantic style. It is small, only eighty feet long. Stained glass windows shed a dark red light, and rows of statues look down from the walls. On either side are long red-leather sofas with dark wooden choir stalls at the back. Between the two sides is “the Woolsack”，the traditional seat of the Lord Chancellor, stuffed with bits of wool from all over the Commonwealth. At the far end is an immense gold canopy, with twenty-foot high candlesticks in the middle, and the throne from which the monarch opens Parliament.

Leaning back, on the sofa, whispering, putting their feet up, listening, fumbling with papers, making notes or simply sleeping, are the peers. On a full day, which is rare, you can see them in their groups：bishops, judges, industrial peers. But usually there are only a handful of peers sitting in the room. Though since peers have been paid three guineas for attending, there are often an average of 110 peers in an afternoon.

In the imposing surroundings it is sometimes difficult to remember how unimportant the Lords are. The most that the Lords can do now is delay a bill a year, and any “money bill” they can delay for only a month. Their main impact comes from the few inches of space in next morning's papers. The Prime Minister can create as many peers as he likes and, though to carry out the threat would be embarrassing, the nightmare is real enough to bring the peers to heel.

SATAN can try out a variety of well-known hacking tricks on an Internet site without actually breaking in. Farmer has made the program publicly available, amid much criticism. A person with evil intent could use it to hunt down sites that are easy to burgle.

But Farmer is very concerned about the need to alert the public to poor security and, so far, events have proved him right. SATAN has done more to alert people to the risks than cause new disorder.

So is the Net becoming more secure? Far from it. In the early days, when you visited a Web site your browser simply looked at the content. Now the Web is full of tiny programs that automatically download when you look at a Web page, and run on your own machine. These programs could, if their authors wished, do all kinds of nasty things to your computer.

At the same time, the Net is increasingly populated with spiders, worms, agents and other types of automated beasts designed to penetrate the sites and seek out and classify information. All these make wonderful tools for antisocial people who want to invade weak sites and cause damage.

But let's look on the bright side. Given the lack of locks, the Internet is surely the world's biggest(almost)crime-free society. Maybe that is because hackers are fundamentally honest. Or that there currently isn't much to steal. Or because vandalism isn't much fun unless you have a peculiar dislike for someone.

Whatever the reason, let's enjoy it while we can. But expect it all to change, and security to become the number one issue, when the most influential inhabitants of the Net are selling services they want to be paid for.①

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This anthology is dedicated to the proposition that historical writing can be literature. In compiling selections for it, I chose writings distinguished as much for their literary merit—for the human drama they chronicle, the enigmas they capture, and the truths they imply—as for their analytical explanations. I deliberately sought biographical portraits, dramatic narratives, and artful essays by some of our best literary craftsmen. These writings portray the American past as a story of real people who actually lived, who struggled, enjoyed triumphs, and suffered failures and heartbreaks just like people in our own time. Thus Portrait of America is an attempt to capture the living past. It is, in the words of Aldous Huxley, an effort “to render, in literary term, the quality of immediate experience”.

The anthology is intended for use largely in college survey courses. It could be utilized as a supplement to a textbook or to a list of paperback readings. Or, for instructors who provide their classes with detailed, comprehensive lectures and who find a textbook redundant and a paperback list too long, Portrait of America could serve as the basic reading. There is much in the way of thought-provoking materials gathered here：essays replete with ideas, narratives and biographies which capture real-life situations, and eye-witness accounts of slavery and the race issue in antebellum America that provide a gripping sense of immediacy. Furthermore, as I chose secondary materials, I tried not to compromise modern historical thinking just to get a provocative selection. For example, I chose the works of David Donald and Kenneth M. Stampp because their accounts of Reconstruction are both imaginatively presented and modern in their approach.

Generally, this is the guideline I followed in compiling the entire volume, although my first criterion was always that selections must be artfully composed and suffused with human understanding. My feeling is that, since college survey audiences are not professional ones, they might enjoy reading history if it were presented in exciting and palatable form. I hope Portrait of America does just that.

PASSAGE TWO
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To get a chocolate out of a box requires a considerable amount of unpacking; the box has to be taken out of the paper bag in which it arrived; the cellophane wrapper has to be torn off, the lid opened and the paper removed; the chocolate itself then has to be unwrapped from its own piece of paper.

But this insane amount of wrapping is not confined to luxuries. It is now becoming increasingly difficult to buy anything that is not done up in cellophane, polythene, or paper. The package itself is of no interest to the shopper, who usually throws it away immediately, unless wrapping accounts for much of the refuse put out by the average London household each week. So why is it done? Some of it, like the cellophane on meat, is necessary, but most of the rest is simply competitive selling. This is abused. Packaging is using up scarce energy and resources and messing up the environment. Little reach is being carried out on the costs of alternative types of packaging. Just how possible is it, for instance, for local authorities to salvage paper, pulp it, and recycle it as egg-boxes? Would it be cheaper to plant another forest? Paper is the material most used for packaging—20 million paper bags are apparently used in Great Britain each day—but very little is salvaged.

A machine has been developed that pulps paper then processes it into packaging, e.g. egg-boxes and cartons. This could be easily adapted for local authorities use. It would mean that people would have to separate their refuse into paper and non-paper, with a different dustbin for each. Paper is, in fact, probably the material that can be most easily recycled; and now, with massive increases in paper prices, the time has come at which collection by local authorities could be profitable.

Recycling of this kind is already happening with milk bottles, which are returned to the dairies, washed out, and refilled. But both glass and paper are being threatened by the growing use of plastic. More and more dairies are experimenting with plastic bottles, and British dairies would be producing the equivalent of enough plastic tubing to encircle the earth every five or six days！

The trouble with plastic is that it does not rot. Some environmentalists argue that the only solution to the problem of ever growing mounds of plastic containers is to do away with plastic altogether in the shops, a suggestion unacceptable to many manufacturers who say there is no alternative to their handy plastic packs.

It is evident that more research is needed into the recovery and re-use of various material and into the cost of collecting and recycling containers as opposed to producing new ones.Unnecessary packaging, intended to be used just once, and making things look better so more people will buy them, is clearly becoming increasingly absurd.①
 But it is not so much a question of doing away with packaging as using it sensibly. What is needed now is a more unimportant function.

Susan says that she never became involved with men during her school years because of her work. With her time being split equally between school and television studios, she was busy learning lines while her girlfriends were dating boys. While they went out to discuss and partied in the evening she was desperately catching up on her schoolwork. “I don't feel as though I've missed out on anything,” she insists.“And unlike a lot of my friends, I've got plenty to look forward to. That's what's so nice about my boyfriend now. It's very comfortable and there's lots to find out about each other.” “It's then that I feel sad for Michelle. When she should be going out and having fun, she's having to worry about whether she's going to breastfeed the baby. She's had to say goodbye to being a teenage.”

PASSAGE FOUR
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Adam Smith, the Scottish professor of moral philosophy, was thrilled by his recognition of order in the economic system. His book, The Wealth of Nations(1776),is the germinal book in the field of economics which earned him the title “the father of economics”.

In Smith's view, a nation's wealth was dependent upon production, not agriculture alone. How much it produced, he believed, depended upon how well it combined labor and the other factors of production. The more efficient the combination, the greater the output, and the greater the nation's wealth.

The essence of Smith's economic philosophy was his belief that an economy would work best if left to function on its own without government regulation. In those circumstances, self-interest would lead business firms to produce only those products that consumers wanted, and to produce them at the lowest possible cost. They would do this, not as a means of benefiting society, but in an effort to outperform their competitors and gain the greatest profit. But all this self-interest would benefit society as a whole by providing it with more and better goods and service, at the lowest prices.

Smith said in his book：“Every individual endeavors to employ his capital so that its produce may be of greatest value. He generally neither intends to promote the public interest, nor knows how much he is promoting it. He intends only his own security, only his gain. And he is in this led by an invisible hand to promote that which was no part of his intention. By pursuing his own interest he frequently promotes that of society more effectually than when he really intends to promote.”

The “invisible hand” was Smith's name for the economic forces that we today would call supply and demand. Smith agreed with the physiocrats and their policy of “laissez-faire”，letting individuals and businesses function without interference from government regulation.①
 In that way the “invisible hand” would be free to guide the economy and maximize production.

Smith was very critical of monopolies which restricted the competition that he saw as vital for economic prosperity. He recognized that the virtues of the market mechanism are fully realized only when the checks and balances of perfect competition are present. Perfect competition refers to a market in which no firm or consumer is large enough to affect the market price. The invisible hand theory is about economies in which all the markets are perfectly competitive. In such circumstances, markets will produce an efficient allocation of resources, so that an economy is on its production-possibility frontier. When all industries are subject to the checks and balances of perfect competition, markets can produce an efficient bundle of products with the most efficient techniques and using the minimum against amount of inputs.

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Richard Satava, program manager for advanced medical technologies, has been a driving force in bringing virtual reality to medicine, where computers create a “virtual” or simulated environment for surgeons and other medical practitioners.

“With virtual reality we'll be able to put a surgeon in every trench,” said Satava. He envisaged a time when soldiers who are wounded fighting overseas are put in mobile surgical units equipped with computers.

The computers would transmit images of the soldiers to surgeons back in the U.S. The surgeons would look at the soldier through virtual reality helmets that contain a small screen displaying the image of the wound. The doctors would guide robotic instruments in the battlefield mobile surgical unit that operate on the soldier.

Although Satava's vision may be years away from standard operating procedure, scientists are progressing toward virtual reality surgery. Engineers at an international organization in California are developing a tele-operating device. As surgeons watch a three-dimensional image of the surgery, they move instruments that are connected to a computer, which passes their movements to robotic instruments that perform the surgery. The computer provides feedback to the surgeon on force, textures, and sound.

These technological wonders may not yet be part of the community hospital setting but increasingly some of the machinery is finding its way into civilian medicine. At Wayne State University Medical School, surgeon Lucia Zamorano takes images of the brain from computerized scans and uses a computer program to produce a 3-D image. She can then maneuver the 3-D image on the computer screen to map the shortest, least invasive surgical path to the tumor. Zamorano is also using technology that attaches a probe to surgical instruments so that she can track their positions. While cutting away a tumor deep in the brain, she watches the movement of her surgical tools in a computer graphics image of the patient's brain taken before surgery.

During these procedures—operations that are done through small cuts in the body in which a miniature camera and surgical tools are maneuvered—surgeons are wearing 3-D glasses for a better view. And they are commanding robot surgeons to cut away tissue more accurately than human surgeons can.

Satava says，“We are in the midst of a fundamental change in the field of medicine.”

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Tourism develops culture. It broadens the thinking of the traveler and leads to culture contact between the hosts and guests from far-off places. This can benefit the locals, since tourists bring culture with them.

Tourism may help to preserve indigenous customs, as when traditional shows, parades, celebrations and festivals are put on for tourists. The musicals, plays and serious drama of London theatres and other kinds of nightlife are largely supported by tourists. Such events might disappear without the stimulus of tourism to maintain them.

On the other hand, tourism often contributes to the disappearance of local radiations and folklore. Churches, temples and similar places of worship are treated as tourist attractions. This can be at the expense of their original function：how many believers want to worship in the middle of a flow of atheist invaders? Who would want to pray while curious onlookers shuffle to and fro with guide books, rather than prayer books, in their hands?

Tourism may bring other indirect cultural consequences in its wake. Tensions which already exist between ancient and more modern ways may be deepened by tourists' ignorance of local customs and beliefs. Tourists, if not actually richer, often seem more well-off than natives. The former may therefore feel superior, leaving the latter embarrassed about their lifestyles. The result maybe an inferior feeling which hardly helps the sense of identity which is so important to regional culture. The poverty of a locality can look even worse when contrasted with the comfortable hotel environment where the average life expectancy is 75 years, may well generate resentment in Sierra Leone, where the local population can expect to live to no more than 41 years. The relative prosperity of tourists may encourage crime. In Gambia, unemployed young people offer to act as “professional friend”—guides, companions or sexual partners in return for money. When the tourism season is over they can no longer get wages that way so they turn to petty stealing from the local populace. All this affects the local social life and culture adversely.

Culture erosion can also take place at more subtle levels. Greek villagers traditionally prided themselves on their hospitality. They would put up travelers for free, feeding them and listening to their stories. To take money would have been a disgrace. That has changed now. Tourists exist to be exploited. Perhaps this is hardly surprising if the earnings from one room rented to a tourist can exceed a teacher's monthly salary.

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During the holiday I received no letter from Myrtle and when I returned to the town she had gone away. I telephoned each day until she came back, and then she said she was going to a party. I put up with her new tactics patiently.

The next time we spent an evening together there was no quarrel. To avoid it I took Myrtle to the cinema. We did not mention Haxby.

On the other hand it was impossible to pretend that either of us was happy. Myrtle's expression of unhappiness was deepening.

Day by day I watched her sink into a bout of despair, and I concluded it was my fault—had I not concluded it was my fault, the looks Myrtle gave me would rapidly have concluded it for me.

The topic of conversation we avoided above all others was the project of going to America. I cursed the tactlessness of Robert and Tom in talking about it in front of her before I had had time to prepare her for it.

I felt aggrieved, as one does after doing wrong and being found out. I did not know what to do. When you go to the theatre you see a number of characters caught in a dramatic situation.

What happens next? They usually do something and then everything is changed.

My life is different. I never have scenes, and if I do, they are discouragingly not dramatic. Practically no action arises. And nothing whatsoever is changed. My life is not as good as a play. Nothing like it. All I did with my present situation was try and tide it over.

When Myrtle emerged from the deepest blackness of despair—nobody after all, could remain there definitely—I tried to comfort her.

I gradually unfolded all my plan, including those for her. She could come to America, too. She was a commercial artist. She could get a job and our relationship could continue as it was. And I will not swear that I did not think：“And in America she might even succeed in marrying me.” It produced no effect. She began to drink more.

She began to go to parties very frequently; it was very soon clear that she had decided to see less of me. I do not blame Myrtle. Had I been in her place I would have tried to do the same thing.

Being in my place I tried to prevent her. I knew what sort of parties she was going to：they were parties at which Haxby was present. We began to wrangle over going out with each other. She was never free at the times I suggested.

Sometimes, usually on a Saturday night, she first arranged to meet me and then changed her mind. I called that rubbing it in a little too far. But her behavior, I repeat, perfectly sensible. By seeing less of me she stood a chance of finding somebody else, or of making me jealous, or of both. Either way she could not lose.

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It was the spring of 1985，and President Reagan had just given Mother Teresa the Medal of Freedom in a Rose Garden ceremony. As she left, she walked down the corridor between the Oval Office and the West Wing drive, and there she was, turning my way.

What a sight：a saint in a sari coming down the White House hall. As she came nearer, I could not help it：I bowed. “Mother”，I said，“I just want to touch your hand.” She looked up at me—it may have been one of Gods subtle jokes that his exalted child spent her life looking up to everyone else—and said only two words.

Later I would realize that they were the message of her mission. “Luff Gott,” she said. Love God. She pressed into my hand a poem she had written, as she glided away in a swoosh of habit. I took the poem from its frame the day she died. It is free verse，79 lines, and is called “Mothers Meditation(in the Hospital).”

In it she reflects on Christ's question to his apostles：“Who do you say I am?” She notes that he was the boy born in Bethlehem，“put in the manager full of straw… kept warm by the breath of the donkey,” who grew up to be “an ordinary man without much learning.”

Donkeys are not noble; straw is common; and it was among the ordinary and ignoble, the poor and sick, that she chose to labor. Her mission was for them and among them, and you have to be a pretty tough character to organize a little universe that exists to help people others aren't interested in helping. That's how she struck me when I met her as I watched her life.

She was tough. There was the worn and weathered face, the abrupt and definite speech. We think saints are great organizers, great operators, and great combatants in the world.

Once I saw her in a breathtaking act of courage. She was the speaker at the National Prayer Breakfast in Washington in 1995. All the Washington Establishment was there, plus a few thousand born-again Christians, orthodox Catholics and Jews, and searchers looking for a faith. Mother Teresa was introduced, and she spoke of God, of love, of families.

She said we must love one another and care for one another. There were great purrs of agreement.

But as the speech continued it became more pointed. She asked,“Do you do enough to make sure your parents, in the old people's homes, feel your love? Do you bring them each day your joy and caring?” The baby boomers in the audience began to shift in their seats.

And she continued. “I feel that the greatest destroyer of peace today is abortion,” she said, and then she told them why, in uncompromising term. For about 1.3 seconds there was complete silence, then applause built and swept across the room.

But not everyone：the President and the First Lady, the Vice President and Mrs. Gore, looked like seated statues at Madame Tussauds, glistening in the lights and moving not a muscle. She didn't stop there either, but went on to explain why artificial birth control is bad and why protestants who separate faith from works are making a mistake.

When she was finished, there was almost no one she hadn't offended. A US senator turned to his wife and said,“Is my jaw up yet?” Talk about speaking truth to power! But Mother Teresa didn't care, and she wasn't afraid.

The poem she gave me included her personal answers to Christ's questions. She said he is “the Truth to be told… the Way to be walked… the Light to be lit.” She took her own advice and lived a whole life that showed it.

It has been said that Egypt is the home of the comic strip. But, for the Egyptians, pictures still had magic power. So they did not try to make their way of writing simple. The ordinary people could not understand it.

By the year 1，000 B.C.，people who lived in the area around the Mediterranean Sea had developed a simpler system of writing. The signs they used were very easy to write, and there were fewer of them than in the Egyptian system. This was because each sign, or letter, represented only one sound in their language. The Greeks developed this system and formed the letters of the Greek alphabet. The Romans copied the idea, and the Roman alphabet is now used all over the world.

These days we can write down a story, or record information, without using pictures. But we still need pictures of all kinds：drawing, photographs, signs and diagrams. We find them everywhere：in books and newspapers, in the streets, and on the walls of the places where we live and work. Pictures help us to understand and remember things more easily, and they can make a story much more interesting.

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With its common interest in lawbreaking but its immense range of subject-matter and widely-varying methods of treatment, the crime novel could make a legitimate claim to be regarded as a separate branch of the traditional novel.

The detective story is probably the most respectful(at any rate in the narrow sense of the word)of the crime species. Its creation is often the relaxation of university dons, literary economists, scientists or even poets. Fatalities may occur more frequently and mysteriously than might be expected in polite society, which is familiar to us, if not from our own experience, at least in the newspaper or the lives of friends. The characters, though normally realized superficially, are as recognizably human and consistent as our less intimate associates. Such story set in a more remote environment, African jungle or Australian bush, ancient China or gas-lit London, appeals to our interest in geography or history, and most detective story writers are conscientious in providing a reasonably authentic background. The elaborate, carefully-assembled plot, despised by the modern intellectual critics and creators of significant novels, has found refuge in the murder mystery, with its sprinkling of clues, its spicing with apparent impossibilities, all with appropriate solutions and explanations at the end. With the guilt of escapism from real life nagging gently, we secretly revel in the unmasking of evil by a vaguely super-human sleuth, who sees through and dispels the cloud of suspicion which has hovered so unjustly over the innocent.

Though its villain also receives his rightful deserts, the thriller presents a less comfortable and credible world. The sequence of fist fights, revolver duels, car crashes and escapes from gas-filled cellars exhausts the reader far more than the hero, who, suffering from at least two broken ribs, one black eye, uncountable bruises and a hangover, can still chase and overpower an armed villain with the physique of a wrestler.①
 He moves dangerously through a world of ruthless gangs, brutality, a vicious lust for power and money and, in contrast to the detective tale, with a near-omniscient arch-criminal whose defeat seems almost accidental. Perhaps we miss in the thriller the security of being safely led by our imperturbable investigator past a score of red herrings and blind avenues to a final gathering of suspects when an unchallengeable elucidation of all that has bewildered us is given and justice and goodness prevail. All that we vainly hope for from life is granted vicariously.

There is the silent ten-day honeymoon at Holyrood Palace in Edinburgh with the angry murmur of the common people. Then, as if the drama had not been exhausted, we see Mary in flight, riding through the night disguised as a boy. She and her strong man ride out to meet her nobles at Carberry Hill. There is no battle; Bothwell offers to fight any man of equal rank in the opposing army.

Mary will not hear of Bothwell's fighting. Why? Surely because she loves him. She learns that the nobles are resolved on his death. Her heart is set on securing his escape. They say farewell, in great pain and anguish and with many long kisses.

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All R＆D(research and development)executives have two major responsibilities：(1)they must ensure that the company is supplied with technically successful projects, and(2)they must select the most promising schemes and ideas for the expenditure of R＆D resources. If R＆D management can provide a regular flow of new and updated products, the company will benefit in a number of ways. First of all, it will be able to make full use of expensive departmental resources, development engineering and available marketing capacity. In addition to that, a flow of new market winners will provide the business with steady growth income and profits. This can also be important psychologically, for it is often on this basis that those outside the company assess the quality of its management.①


The R＆D department's job is made more difficult because of the length of time required to complete its research. In the chemical and pharmaceutical industries, for example, it may take five to ten years before a product is a technical success and a further six to eight years before it reaches full commercial potential. To achieve results, R＆D must define both the areas that should be investigated and the objectives that should be achieved in each area. For this reason, the R＆D department must take an interest in all aspects of design, application, efficiency, and use of appropriate materials.

There is a difference, however, between the development of new consumer products and the development of new industrial ones. For specific need, the development of consumer products is tailored to meet it. In many industrial markets, product development is the result of work down in the research laboratory. This work is often aimed at a general need, such as a new kind of medicine or higher operating speeds for machines. When the new industrial project has been developed, its performance can be analyzed in terms of customer needs.

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Throughout this long, tense election, everyone has focused on the presidential candidates and how they'll change America. Rightly so. But selfishly, I'm more fascinated by Michelle Obama and what she might be able to do, not just for this country, but for me as an African-American woman. As the potential First Lady, she would have the world's attention. And that means that for the first time people will have a chance to get up close and personal with the type of African-American woman they so rarely see.

Usually, the lives of black women go largely unexamined. The prevailing theory seems to be that we're all hot-tempered single mothers who can't keep a man. Even in the world of make-believe, black women still can't escape the stereotype of being eye-rolling, oversexed females raised by our never-married, alcoholic mothers.

These images have helped define the way all black women are viewed, including Michelle Obama. Before she ever gets the chance to commit to a cause, charity or foundation as First Lady, her most urgent and perhaps most complicated duty may be simply to be herself.

It won't be easy. Because few mainstream publications have done in-depth features on regular African-American women, little is known about who we are, what we think and what we face on a regular basis. For better or worse, Michelle will represent us all.

Just as she will have her critics, she will also have millions of fans who usually have little interest in the First Lady. Many African-American blogs have written about what they'd like to see Michelle bring to the White House—mainly showing the world that a black woman can support her man and raise a strong black family. Michelle will have to work to please everyone—an impossible task. But for many African-American women like me, just a little of her poise, confidence and intelligence will go a long way in changing an image that's been around for far too long.

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A nine-year-old schoolgirl single-handedly cooks up a science-fair experiment that ends up debunking a widely practiced medical treatment. Emily Rosa's target was a practice known as therapeutic touch(TT for short)，whose advocates manipulate patients' “energy field” to make them feel better and even, say some, to cure them of various ills.①
 Yet Emily's test shows that these energy fields can't be detected, even by trained TT practitioners. Obviously mindful of the publicity value of the situation, journal editor George Lundberg appeared on TV to declare，“Age doesn't matter. It's good science that matters, and this is good science.”

Emily's mother Linda Rosa, a registered nurse, has been campaigning against TT for nearly a decade. Linda first thought about TT in the late 80s, when she learned it was on the approved list for continuing nursing education in Colorado. Its 100，000 trained practitioners(48，000 in the U.S.)don't even touch their patients. Instead, they waved their hands a few inches from the patient's body, pushing energy fields around until they're in “balance.” TT advocates say these manipulations can help heal wounds, relieve pain and reduce fever. The claims are taken seriously enough that TT therapists are frequently hired by leading hospitals, at up to $70 an hour, to smooth patients' energy, sometimes during surgery.

Yet Rosa could not find any evidence that it works. To provide such proof, TT therapists would have to sit down for independent testing—something they haven't been eager to do, even though James Randi has offered more than $1 million to anyone who can demonstrate the existence of a human energy field.②
 (He's had one taker so far. She failed.)A skeptic might conclude that TT practitioners are afraid to lay their beliefs on the line. But who could turn down an innocent fourth-grader? Says Emily：“I think they didn't take me very seriously because I'm a kid.”

The experiment was straightforward：21 TT therapists stuck their hands, palms up, through a screen. Emily held her own hand over one of theirs—left or right—and the practitioners had to say which hand it was. When the results were recorded, they'd done no better than they would have by simply guessing. If there was an energy field, they couldn't feel it.

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I was born in Tuckahoe, Talbot Country, Maryland. I have no accurate knowledge of my age, never having seen any authentic record containing it. By far the larger part of the slaves know as little of their age as horses know of theirs, and it is the wish of most masters within my knowledge to keep their slaves thus ignorant.①
 I do not remember having ever met a slave who could tell of his birthday. They seldom come nearer to it than planting-time, harvesting, springtime, or falltime.

A lack of information concerning my own was a source of unhappiness to me even during childhood. The white children could tell their ages. I could not tell why I ought to be deprived of the same privilege. I was not allowed to make any inquires of my master concerning it. He considered all such inquires on the part of a slave improper and impertinent. The nearest estimate I can give makes me now between twenty-seven and twenty-eight years of age. I come to this, from hearing my master say, some time during 1835，I was about seventeen years old.

My mother was named Harriet Bailey. She was the daughter of Isaac and Betsey Bailey, both colored, and quite dark. My mother was of a darker complexion than either my grandmother or grandfather. My father was a white man. The opinion was also whispered that my master was my father; but of the correctness of this opinion, I know nothing. The means of knowing was withheld from me. My mother and I were separated when I was but an infant—before I knew her as my mother. It is a common custom, in the part of Maryland from which I ran away, to part children from their mothers at a very early age. Frequently, before the child has reached its twelfth month, its mother is taken from it, and hired out on some farm a considerable distance off, and the child is placed under the care of an older woman, too old for field labor. For what this separation is done, I do not know, unless it was to hinder the development of the child's affection towards its mother.

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As many as one thousand years ago in the Southwest, the Hopi and Zuni Indians of North America were building with adobe—sun baked brick plastered with mud. Their homes looked remarkably like modern apartment houses. Some were four stories high and contained quarters for perhaps a thousand people, along with store rooms for grain and other goods. These buildings were usually put up against cliffs, both to make construction easier and for defense against enemies. They were really villages in themselves, as later Spanish explorers must have realized since they called them “pueblos”，which is Spanish for town.

The people of the pueblos raised what are called “the three sisters”—corn, beans, and squash. They made excellent pottery and wove marvelous baskets, some so fine that they could hold water. The Southwest has always been a dry country, where water is scarce. The Hopi and Zuni brought water from streams to their fields and gardens through irrigation ditches. Water was so important that it played a major role in their religion. They developed elaborate ceremonies and religious rituals to bring rain.

The way of life of less settled groups was simpler and more strongly influenced by nature. Small tribes such as the Shoshone and Ute wandered the dry and mountainous lands between the Rocky Mountains and the Pacific Ocean. They gathered seeds and hunted small animals such as small rabbits and snakes. In the Far North the ancestors of today's Inuit hunted seals, walruses, and the great whales. They lived right on the frozen seas in shelters called igloos built of blocks of packed snow. When summer came, they fished for salmon and hunted the lordly caribou.

The Cheyenne, Pawnee, and Sioux tribes, known as the Plains Indians, lived on the grasslands between the Rocky Mountains and the Mississippi River. They hunted bison, commonly called the buffalo. Its meat was the chief food of these tribes, and its hide was used to make their clothing and covering of their tents and tipis.

Napoleon Bonaparte's ambition to control all the area around the Mediterranean sealed him and his French soldiers to Egypt. After losing a naval battle, they were forced to remain there for three years. In 1799，while constructing a fort, a soldier discovered a piece of stele(stone pillar bearing an inscription)known as the Rosetta stone. This famous stone, which would eventually lead to the deciphering of ancient Egyptian hieroglyphics dating to 3100 B.C.，was written in three languages：hieroglyphics(picture writing)，demotic(a shorthand version of hieroglyphics)，and Greek. There is a new type of advertisement becoming increasingly common in newspaper classified columns. It is sometimes placed among “situations vacant”，although it doesn't offer anyone a job, and sometimes it appears among “situations wanted”，although it is not placed by someone looking for a job, either. What it does is to offer help in applying for a job. “Contact us before writing your application”，or“Make use of our long experience in preparing your curriculum vitae or job history”，is how it is usually expressed.

The letter was really just for openers, it was explained and everything else could and should be saved for the interview. And in those days of full employment the technique worked. The letter proved that you could write and were available for work. Your eager face and intelligent replies did the rest.

Later, as you moved up the ladder, something slightly more sophisticated was called for. The advice then was to put something in the letter which would distinguish you from the rest. It might be the aggressive approach. “Your search is over. I am the person you are looking for,” was a widely used trick that occasionally succeeded. Or it might be some special feature specially designed for the job interview. There is no doubt, however, that it is the increasing number of applicants with university education at all points in the process of engaging staff that has led to the greater importance of the curriculum vitae.①

A great deal of attention is being paid today to the so-called digital divide—the division of the world into the info(information)rich and the info poor. And that divide does exist today. My wife and I lectured about this looming danger twenty years ago. What was less visible then, however, were the new, positive forces that work against the digital divide. There are reasons to be optimistic.

There are technological reasons to hope the digital divide will narrow. As the Internet becomes more and more commercialized, it is in the interest of business to universalize access—after all, the more people online, the more potential customers there are. More and more governments, afraid their countries will be left behind, want to spread Internet access. Within the next decade or two, one to two billion people on the planet will be netted together. As a result, I now believe the digital divide will narrow rather than widen in the years ahead. And that is very good news because the Internet may well be the most powerful tool for combating world poverty that we've ever had.

Of course, the use of the Internet isn't the only way to defeat poverty. And the Internet is not the only tool we have. But it has enormous potential.

To take advantage of this tool, some impoverished countries will have to get over their outdated anti-colonial prejudices with respect to foreign investment. Countries that still think foreign investment is an invasion of their sovereignty might well study the history of infrastructure(the basic structural foundations of a society)in the United States. When the United States built its industrials infrastructure, it didn't have the capital to do so. And that is why America's Second Wave infrastructure—including roads, harbors, highways, ports and so on—were built with foreign investment. The English, the Germans, the Dutch and the French were investing in Britain's former colony. They financed them. Immigrant Americans built them.

Guess who owns them now? The Americans. I believe the same thing would be true in places like Brazil or anywhere else for that matter. The more foreign capital you have helping you build your Third Wave infrastructure, which today is an electronic infrastructure, the better off you're going to be. That doesn't mean lying down and becoming fooled, or letting foreign corporations run uncontrolled. But it does mean recognizing how important they can be in building the energy and telecom infrastructures needed to take full advantage of the Internet.

Ask most people how they define the American Dream and chances are they'll say，“Success.” The dream of individual opportunity has been home in America since Europeans discovered a “new world” in the Western Hemisphere. Early immigrants like Hector St. Jean de Crevecoeur praised highly the freedom and opportunity to be found in this new land. His glowing descriptions of a classless society where anyone could attain success through honesty and hard work fired the imaginations of many European readers.①
 In Letters from an American Farmer(1782)he wrote，“We are all excited at the spirit of an industry which is unfettered and unrestrained, because each person works for himself…We have no princes, for whom we toil, starve, and bleed. We are the most perfect society now existing in the world.” The promise of a land where “the rewards of a man's industry follow with equal steps the progress of his labor” drew poor immigrants from Europe and fueled national expansion into the western territories.

Our national mythology is full of illustration of the American success story. There's Benjamin Franklin, the very model of the self-educated, self-made man, who rose from modest origins to become a well-known scientist, philosopher, and statesman. In the nineteenth century, Horatio Alger, a writer of fiction for young boys, became America's best-selling author with rags-to-riches tales. The notion of success haunts us—we spend million every year reading about the rich and famous, learning how to “make a fortune in real estate with no money down”，and “dressing for success”. The myth of success has even invaded our personal relationships—today it's as important to be “successful” in marriage or parenthoods as it is to come out on top in business.

But dreams easily turn into nightmares. Every American who hopes to “make it” also knows the fear of failure, because the myth of success inevitably implies comparison between the haves and the have-nots, the stars and the anonymous crowd. Under pressure of the myth, we become indulged in status symbols：we try to live in the “right” neighborhoods, wear the “right” clothes, and eat the “right” foods. These symbols of distinction assure us and others that we believe strongly in the fundamental equality of all, yet strive as hard as we can to separate ourselves from our fellow citizens.

根据题干信息词Farrell's case将答案锁定在文章第三段。文章第三段提到，在法雷尔事件中，由于扳道工的过失造成法雷尔失去了右手。法庭说，既然法雷尔愿意接受高薪聘请成为一名工程师，他就必须接受相应的风险。如果扳道工工作仔细的话，这种事是可以避免的，所以法庭认定这件事是“纯粹的意外事故”。因此A项(法雷尔因自己的机器脱离轨道而伤到自己)错误；B项(如果扳道工再小心一点，法雷尔的手就不会被切下来)和C项(法庭说受害人愿意接受这份工作，所以必须承担相应的风险)正确；从本段的最后一句可以推断出法庭决定铁路不应该负责，所以D项正确。只有A项不符合原文，故为答案。


2. [答案] A　[考点]
 本题出题点在转折处。

根据题干信息词fire将答案锁定在文章第四段最后两句。该段最后两句提到，法庭推翻了陪审团的决定，法庭认为，铁路的粗心只是导致了附近几个建筑物的损失，铁路对远处失火的建筑物不应负任何责任。所以A项(铁路只赔偿附近几个建筑物的损失)正确；B项(铁路对所有起火的建筑物都有责任)、C项(铁路对所有起火的建筑物都未赔偿损失)和D项(铁路工人自己赔偿损失)都不对，故选A。

 本题考查文章第三段细节。

根据题干信息词Gunter Grass将答案锁定在文章第三段。文章第三段提到了Gunter Grass的作品，该作品并不是以船的沉没为主要内容，它刻画的是船上的一名幸存者，一位怀孕的妇女，所以D项(通过刻画一名幸存的年轻孕妇)正确，A项(通过表现鱼雷袭击的惊恐画面)和B项(通过详细描写沉船的过程)都是在为年轻孕妇的幸存做准备，C项(通过接受Die Woche采访)仅仅是为了进一步解释说明小说中女主人公所提到的没人愿意提及这次海难的原因，故选D。

 本题考查对文章整体的理解，需着眼于全文。

根据题干信息和选项信息将答案锁定在全文。分析原文可知，德国人在半个多世纪里闭口不谈他们在第二次世界大战期间的海难，这主要是由于他们在第二次世界大战时犯下的罪孽，但作家君特·格拉斯唤起了德国人的记忆，他们开始谈论那场海难，但也只是承认它的存在，并没有其他目的。末段倒数第二句明确指出：甚至连政治立场最正确的德国人也相信德国现在有权利去讨论这次历史事件，由此可以推断，德国人不再认为现在讨论那次海难会让人误解，所以A项(如果他们谈论这次海难将会被人们误解)正确。B项(这次海难是德国过去行为的合理代价)、C项(德国应为第二次世界大战中犯下的错误负责)和D项(把德国受到的伤害和其他国家受到的苦难等同是错误的)这三项都符合德国人的观点，题干为否定结构，故均应排除。

2. [答案] A　[考点]
 本题考查对文章细节的判断。

根据题干信息和选项信息将答案的查找范围扩大至全文。文章第二段提到，五千年前埃及人和近东地区的其他人开始用图画来记事，他们利用简单的图画或符号来表示事物和观点，以及他们语言的声音，这些人所用的符号成为一种字母表，可见埃及人所用的符号后来成了特定的字母表，故A项正确；第三段提到埃及人通过图画和写字相结合的方法来记录信息和讲述故事，一些这样的图画就像现代的连环画故事，所以B项(埃及人喜欢画连环画)错误，倒数第二段提到地中海沿岸的人们开发了一种简单的记录系统……希腊人发展了这一系统，而罗马人又从希腊人那里学习并形成了自己的字母体系，所以C项(罗马字母直接源于埃及字母)和D项(希腊人复制了埃及人的记事体系)错误，故选A。

For parents who send their kids off to college saying，“These will be the best years of your life,” it would be very appropriate to add，“If you can handle the stress of college life.”

Freshmen are showing up already stressed out, according to the latest research study that reported students' emotional health levels at their lowest since the survey started in 1985. While in school, more students are working part-time and near-full-time jobs. At graduation, only 29 percent of seniors have jobs lined up.

Pressure to excel often creates stress, and many students are not learning how to effectively handle this stress. Let me share five facts that I believe every college student should know about stress.

First, stress can make smart people do stupid things. Stress causes what brain researchers call “cortical inhibition”. In simple terms, stress hinders a part of the brain responsible for decision-making and reaction time and can adversely affect other mental abilities as well.

Second, the human body doesn't discriminate between a big stressful event and a little one. Any stressful experience will create about 1，400 biochemical events in your body. If any amount of stress is left unchecked, many things can occur within the body, including premature aging, impaired cognitive function and energy drain.

Third, stress can become your new pattern. When you regularly experience negative feelings and high amounts of stress, your brain recognizes this as your normal state. This then becomes the new pattern, or baseline for your emotional state.

Fourth, stress can be controlled. Countless studies demonstrate that people can restructure their emotional state using emotion-refocusing techniques. These techniques help you recognize how you are feeling and shift to a more positive emotional, mental and physical state.

One technique involves slowing your thoughts and focusing on your heartbeat, breathing slowly and deeply, and focusing on the positive feeling that you receive.

Finally, stress can be lessened if you love what you study. Barbara Frederickson, a leading international authority on the importance of positive emotions, says humans are genetically programmed to seek positive emotions such as love and joy. It is suggested to choose a major or career path you love and enjoy. Otherwise, you could end up fighting against your own biology.

For anyone who doubts that the texting revolution is upon us, consider this：The average 13-to 17-year-old sends and receives 3，339 texts a month—more than 100 per day, according to the Nielsen Co.，the media research firm. Adults are catching up. People from ages 45 to 54 sent and received 323 texts a month in the second quarter of 2010，up 75% from a year ago, Nielsen says.

Behind the texting explosion is a fundamental shift in how we view our mobile devices. That they are phones is increasingly beside the point.

Part of what's driving the texting surge among adults is the popularity of social media. Sites like Twitter, with postings of no more than 140 characters, are creating and reinforcing the habit of communicating in micro-bursts.

Economics has much to do with texting's popularity. Text messages cost carriers less than traditional mobile voice transmissions, and so they cost users less. Sprint Nextel has reconceived its Virgin Mobile brand to cater to heavy texters in a difficult economy. For $25 per month, users get unlimited texting, email, social networking and 300 talk minutes; for another $15，they get an additional 900 talk minutes. The name of the brand's new wireless plan：“Beyond Talk.”

Texting's rise over conversation is changing the way we interact, social scientists and researchers say. We are now inclined to text to relay difficult information. We stare at our phone when we want to avoid eye contact. Rather than make plans in advance, we engage in what researchers has named “micro-coordination” — “I'll txt u in 10mins when I know wh/restrnt.”

Texting saves us time, but it steals from quiet reflection. “When people have a mobile device and have even a little extra time, they will communicate with someone in their life,” says Lee Rainie, Director of the Pew Internet and American Life Project.

And the phone conversation will never be completely out. Deal makers and other professionals still spend much of the day on the phone. Researchers say people are more likely to use text-based communication at the preliminary stages of projects. The phone comes into play when there are multiple options to consider or important decisions to be made.

The healthy adolescent boy or girl likes to do the real things in life, to do the things that matter. He would rather be a plumber's mate and do a real job that requires doing than learn about hydrostatics sitting at a desk, without understanding what practical use they are going to be. A girl would rather look after the baby than learn about child care. Logically we should learn about things before doing them and that is presumably why the experts enforce this in our educational system. But it is not the natural way—nor, I venture to think, the best way. The adolescent wants to do things first for only then does he appreciate the problems involved and want to learn more about them.

They do these things better in primitive life, for there the adolescent boy joins his father in making canoes and going out fishing or hunting. He is serving his apprenticeship in the actual accomplishments of life. It is not surprising that anthropologists(人类学家)find that the adolescents of primitive communities do not suffer from the same neurotic(神经质的)“difficulties” as those of civilized life. This is not, as some assume, because they are permitted more freedom, but because they are given more natural outlets for their native interests and powers and allowed to grow up freely into a full life of responsibility in the community.

In the 19th century this was recognized in the apprenticeship system, which allowed the boy to go out with the master carpenter or thatcher, to engage in the actual work of carpentry or roof-mending, and so to learn his trade. In some agricultural colleges at the present time young men have to do a year's work on a farm before their theoretical training at college. The great advantage of this system is that it lets the apprentice see the practical problems before he sets to work learning how to solve them, and he can therefore take a more intelligent interest in his theoretical work.

Since more knowledge of more things is now required in order to cope with the adult world, the period of growing-up to independence takes much longer than it did in a more primitive community, and the responsibility for such education, which formerly was in the hands of the parents, is now necessarily undertaken by experts at school. But that should not make us lose sight of the basic principle, namely the need and the desire of the adolescent to engage responsibility in the real pursuits of life and then to learn how—to learn through responsibility, not to learn before responsibility.

The art of public speaking began in ancient Greece over 2，000 years ago. Now, twitter, instant messaging, e-mail, blogs and chat forums offer rival approaches to communication—but none can replace the role of a great speech.

The spoken word can handle various vital functions：persuading or inspiring, informing, paying tribute, entertaining, or simply introducing someone or something or accepting something.

Over the past year, the human voice has helped guide us over the ups and downs of what was certainly a stormy time.

Persuasion is used in dealing with or reconciling different points of view. When the leaders met in Copenhagen in December 2009，persuasive words from activists encouraged them to commit themselves to firmer action.

Inspirational speeches confront the emotions. They focus on topics and matters that are close to people's hearts. During wars, generals used inspiring speeches to prepare the troops for battle.

A speech that conveys knowledge and enhances understanding can inform us. The information must be clear, accurate, and expressed in a meaningful and interesting way. When the H1N1 pandemic(流行病)was announced, the idea of “swine flu”(猪流感)scared many people. Informative speeches from World Health Organization officials helped people to keep their panic under control so they could take sensible precautions.

Sad events are never easy to deal with but a speech that pays tribute to the loss of a loved one and gives praise for their contribution can be comforting. Madonna's speech about Michael Jackson, after his death, highlighted the fact that he will continue to live on through his music.

It's not only in world forums where public speaking plays an important role. It can also be surprisingly helpful in the course of our own lives.

If you're taking part in a debate you need to persuade the listeners of the soundness of your argument. In sports, athletes know the importance of a pep talk(鼓舞士气的讲话)before a match to inspire teammates. You yourself may be asked to do a presentation at college or work to inform the others about an area of vital importance.

On a more personal level, a friend may be upset and need comforting. Or you might be asked to introduce a speaker at a family event or to speak at a wedding, where your language will be needed to move people or make them laugh.

Great speaking ability is not something we're born with. Even Barack Obama works hard to perfect every speech. For a brilliant speech, there are rules that you can put to good use. To learn those rules you have to practice and learn from some outstanding speeches in the past.

Every business needs two things, says Skullcandy CEO Rick Alden：inspiration and desperation. In 2001，Alden had both. He'd sold two snowboarding businesses, and he was desperately bored. But he had an idea：He wanted to make a new kind of headphone.

“I kept seeing people missing their cell phone calls because they were listening to music,” he explains. Then I'm in a chairlift(索道)，I've got my headphones on, and I realize my phone is ringing. As I take my gloves off and reach for my phone, I think，“It can't be that tough to make headphones with two plugs, one for music and one for your cell phone.” Alden described what he wanted to a designer, perfected a prototype, and outsourced(外包)manufacturing overseas.

Alden then started designing headphones into helmets, backpacks—anywhere that would make it easy to listen to music while snowboarding. “Selling into board and skate shops wasn't a big research effort,” he explains. “Those were the only guys I knew!”

Alden didn't want to be a manufacturer. And by outsourcing, he'd hoped he could get the business off the ground without debt. But he was wrong. So he asked his wife，“Can I put a mortgage(抵押贷款)on the house? She said，‘What is the worst thing that can happen? We lose the house, we sell our cars, and we start all over again.’ I definitely married the right woman!”

For the next two years, Alden juggled mortgage payments and payments to his manufacturers. “Factories won't ship your product till they get paid,” he says. “But it takes four or five months to get a mortgage company so upset that they knock on your door. So we paid the factory first.”

Gradually, non-snowboarders began to notice the colourful headphones. In 2006，the company started selling them in 1，400 FYE(For Your Entertainment)stores. “We knew that nine out of ten people walking into that store would be learning about Skullcandy for the first time. Why would they look at brands they knew and take home a new brand instead? We had agreed to buy back anything we didn't sell, but we were dealing with huge numbers. It'd kill us to take back all the products.”

Alden's fears faded as Skullcandy became the No. 1 headphone seller in those stores and tripled its revenue to $120 million in one year. His key insight was that headphones weren't gadgets; they were a fashion accessory. “In the beginning,” he says，“that little white wire that said you had an iPod—that was cool. But now wearing the white bud means you're just like everyone else. Headphones occupy this critical piece of cranial real estate and are highly visible.”

Today, Skullcandy is America's second-largest headphone supplier, after Sony. With 79 employees, the company is bigger than Alden ever imagined.

I was standing in my kitchen wondering what to have for lunch when my friend Taj called.

“Sit down,” she said.

I thought she was going to tell me she had just gotten the haircut from hell. I laughed and said，“It can't be that bad.”

But it was. Before the phone call, I had 30 years of retirement saving in a “safe” fund with a brilliant financial guru(金融大亨). When I put down the phone, my savings were gone. I felt as if I had died and, for some unknown reason, was still breathing.

Since Bernie Madoff's arrest on charges of running a $65 million Ponzi scheme, I've read many articles about how we investors should have known what was going on. I wish I could say I had reservations about Madoff before “the Call”，but I did not.

On New Year's Eve, three weeks after we lost our savings, six of us Madoff people gathered at Taj's house for dinner. As we were sitting around the table, someone asked，“If you could have your money back right now, but it would mean giving up what you have learned by losing it, would you take the money or would you take what losing the money has given you?”

My husband was still in financial shock. He said，“I just want the money back.” I wasn't certain where I stood. I knew that losing our money had cracked me wide open. I'd been walking around like what the Buddhists call a hungry ghost：always focused on the bite that was yet to come, not the one in my mouth. No matter how much I ate or had or experienced, it didn't satisfy me, because I wasn't really taking it in, wasn't absorbing it. Now I was forced to pay attention. Still, I couldn't honestly say that if someone had offered me the money back, I would turn it down.

But the other four all said that what they were seeing about themselves was incalculable, and they didn't think it would have become apparent without the ground of financial stability being ripped out from underneath them.

My friend Michael said，“I'd started to get complacent. It's as if the muscles of my heart started to atrophy(萎缩). Now they're awake, alive—and I don't want to go back.”

These weren't just empty words. Michael and his wife needed to take in boarders to meet their expenses. Taj was so broke that she was moving into someone's garage apartment in three weeks. Three friends had declared bankruptcy and weren't sure where or how they were going to live.

In the 19th century, there used to be a model of how to be a good person. There are all these torrents of passion flowing through you. Your job, as captain of your soul, is to erect dams to keep these passions in check. Your job is to just say no to laziness, lust, greed, drug use and the other sins.

These days that model is out of fashion. You usually can't change your behaviour by simply resolving to do something. Knowing what to do is not the same as being able to do it. Your willpower is not like a dam that can block the torrent of self-indulgence. It's more like a muscle, which tires easily. Moreover, you're a social being. If everybody around you is overeating, you'll probably do so, too.

The 19th-century character model was based on an understanding of free will. Today, we know that free will is bounded. People can change their lives, but ordering change is not simple because many things, even within ourselves, are beyond our direct control.

Much of our behaviour, for example, is guided by unconscious habits. Researchers at Duke University calculated that more than 40 percent of the actions we take are governed by habit, not actual decisions. Researchers have also come to understand the structure of habits—cue, routine, reward.

You can change your own personal habits. If you leave running shorts on the floor at night, that'll be a cue to go running in the morning. Don't try to ignore your afternoon snack craving. Every time you feel the cue for a snack, insert another routine. Take a walk.

Their research thus implies a different character model, which is supposed to manipulate the neural(神经系统的)networks inside.

To be an effective person, under this model, you are supposed to coolly examine your own unconscious habits, and the habits of those under your care. You are supposed to devise strategies to alter the cues and routines. Every relationship becomes slightly manipulative, including your relationship with yourself. You're trying to arouse certain responses by implanting certain cues.

This is a bit disturbing, because the important habitual neural networks are not formed by mere routine, nor can they be reversed by clever cues. They are burned in by emotion and strengthened by strong yearnings, like the yearnings for admiration and righteousness.

If you think you can change your life in a clever way, the way an advertiser can get you to buy an air freshener, you're probably wrong. As the Victorians understood, if you want to change your life, don't just look for a clever cue. Commit to some larger global belief.

Saying “thank you” is probably the first thing most of us learn to do in a foreign language. After all, we're brought up to be polite, and it is important to make a good impression upon other people—especially across national divides.

So, what exactly are you supposed to say when “thank you” is only the 20th most popular way to express gratitude? According to a recent survey，19 other ways of expressing appreciation finished ahead of “thank you” in a poll of 3，000 people.

Pollsters found almost half of those asked preferred the more informal “cheers”，while others liked to use such expressions as “ta”，“great” and “nice one”.

So, just what is the appropriate form of words to express your thanks?

Fortunately, the clue is in the language itself. “Cheers”，despite its popularity, is considered an informal way to say thank you—and this is a definite clue as to when you can best use it.

For instance, when going for a drink with friends, a smile and a “cheers” by way of thanks is not only appropriate to the situation, it is also culturally accurate.

“Ta”，originated from the Danish word “tak”，was the second-most popular expression of thanks, and is also commonly used in informal situations, along with phrases such as “nice one”，and “brilliant”. Interestingly, one word that didn't make it into the top 20 was “thanks”，thank you's shorter, more informal cousin.

“Thanks” can be useful, as it is able to bridge the divide between the formality of “thank you” and the downright relaxed “cheers”.

Certain words can double as an expression of thanks as well as delight. Again, the words themselves offer the clue as to when best to use them.

For example, words like “awesome”，“brilliant” and “you star” featured highly in the new poll and they can hint at both your pleasure at someone's action, as well as serving to express your thanks. If you are on the receiving end of a “new” thank you, you can respond with a simple “no problem”，or “sure”.

Of course, in certain circumstances, a simple wave, nod or smile may be appropriate. For instance, if a car driver slows down to let you cross the road, simply raising your hand in acknowledgement is enough to show that you appreciate the driver's consideration.

Sometimes, formality is necessary, and “thank you” is still the best choice in such situations. But students should not worry about when exactly to use certain expressions.

Many people in Western countries are worried that good manners are in decline. People are tired of seeing their acts of kindness and service pass without comment. So don't think that your “thank you” was clumsy or awkwardly formal. The chances are, if you said “thank you”，you made someone's day. You star.

From 2007 to 2010，American households lost $11 trillion in real estate, savings, and stocks. More than half of all U.S. workers either lost their jobs or were forced to take cuts in hours or pay during the recession. The worst may be behind them now, but the shocking losses of the past few years have reshaped nearly every facet of their lives—how they live, work and spend—even the way they think about the future.

For Cindy, the recession began when her husband was relocated to Rhinelander, Wisconsin, by his company, forcing the family to move in a hurry. The couple bought a new house but were unable to sell their two-bedroom home in Big Lake, Minnesota. With two mortgages(抵押借款)and two young children to care for, Cindy couldn't imagine how to stretch her husband's paycheck to keep her family fed.

Then she stumbled upon an online community called Blotanical, a forum for gardeners, many with an interest in sustainability. “The more I read and discussed these practices, the more I realized this would help not only our budget but also our health,” she says.

Cindy admits that before the recession, she was a city girl with no interest in growing her own dinner. “I grew flowers mostly—I didn't think about plants that weren't visually interesting.” But to stretch her budget, she began putting in vegetables and fruit—everything from strawberry beds to apple trees—and as her first seedlings grew, her spirits lifted. She no longer thinks of gardening and making her own jams as just a money saver; they're a genuine pleasure. “It's brought us closer together as a family, too,” she says. Her kids voluntarily pitch in with(主动帮助)the garden work, and the family cooks together instead of eating out. The food tastes better—it's fresher and organic—and the garden handily fulfills its original purpose：cost cutting. Now she spends about $200 to $300 a month on groceries, less than half of the $650 a month that she used to lay out.

After discovering how resourceful she can be in tough times, Cindy is no longer easily discouraged. “It makes me feel proud to be able to say I made it myself,” she says. “I feel accomplished, and I'm more confident about attempting things I've never done before.” Now she avoids convenience stores and has begun learning to knit, quilt, and make her own soap. “I don't think I would have ever begun this journey if it weren't for the recession,” she says. “I have a feeling that from now on, it will affect my family's health and happiness for the better.”

“I'm a little worried about my future,” said Dustin Hoffman in The Graduate. He should be so lucky. All he had to worry about was whether to have an affair with Mrs Robinson. In the sixties, that was the sum total of post-graduation anxiety syndrome.

Hoffman's modern counterparts are not so fortunate. The Mrs Robinsons aren't sitting around at home any more, seducing graduates. They are out in the workplace, doing the high-powered jobs the graduates want, but cannot get. For those fresh out of university, desperate for work but unable to get it, there is a big imbalance between supply and demand. And there is no narrowing of the gap in sight.

The latest unemployment figures show that 746，000 of 18-24 year-olds are unemployed—a record rate of 18 per cent. Many of those will have graduated this summer. They are not panicking yet, but as the job rejections mount up, they are beginning to feel alarmed.

Of course, it is easy to blame the Government and, in particular, the target that Labour has long trumpeted—50 per cent of school-leavers in higher education. That was not too smart. The Government has not only failed to meet its target—the actual figure is still closer to 40 per cent—but it has raised expectations to unrealistic levels.

Parents feel as badly let down as the young people themselves. Middle-class families see their graduate offspring on the dole(救济金)queue and wonder why they bothered paying school fees. Working-class families feel an even keener sense of disappointment. For many such families, getting a child into university was the fulfillment of a lifelong dream. It represented upward social and financial mobility. It was proof that they were living in a dynamic, economically successful country. That dream does not seem so rosy now.

Graduate unemployment is not, ultimately, a political problem ready to be solved. Job-creation schemes for graduates are very low down in ministerial in-trays. If David Cameron's Conservatives had a brilliant idea for guaranteeing every graduate a well-paid job, they would have unveiled it by now. It is a social problem, though a more deep-seated social problem than people perhaps realize.

No matter how many times you have seen images of the golden mask of boyking Tutankhamen, come face to face with it in Egypt's Cairo museum, and you will suck in your breath.

It was on Nov 4，1923，that British archaeologist Howard Carter stumbled on a stone at the base of the tomb of another pharaoh(法老)in Luxor that eventually led to a sealed doorway.

Then, on Nov 23，Carter found a second door and when he stuck his head through it, what he saw was to stun the world. Inside lay the great stone coffin, enclosing three chests of gilded wood.

A few months later, when a crane lifted its granite cover and one coffin after another was removed, Carter found a solid block of gold weighing 110 kg. Cairo, a dusty city of 20 million people, is a place where time seems to both stand still and rush into utter chaos. It is a place where the ancient and contemporary happily go along on parallel tracks.

Take the Great Pyramids of Giza, sitting on the western edge of the city. Even as the setting sun silhouettes these gigantic structures against the great desert expanse, a call for prayer floats over semi-finished apartment blocks filled with the activity of city life.

While careful planning for the afterlife may lie buried underground in Cairo, it is noise and confusion on the streets. Donkey carts battle for space with pedestrians and the only operative road rule is “might is right.” But it is a city that is full of life—from the small roadside restaurants to the coffee shops where men and women smoke the shisha(水烟壶).

We have a crisis on our hands. You mean global warming? The world economy? No, the decline of reading. People are just not doing it anymore, especially the young. Who's responsible? Actually, it's more like, What is responsible? The Internet, of course, and everything that comes with it—Facebook, Twitter(微博). You can write your own list.

There's been a warning about the imminent death of literate civilization for a long time. In the 20th century, first it was the movies, then radio, then television that seemed to spell doom for the written world. None did. Reading survived; in fact it not only survived, it has flourished. The world is more literate than ever before—there are more and more readers, and more and more books.

The fact that we often get our reading material online today is not something we should worry over. The electronic and digital revolution of the last two decades has arguably shown the way forward for reading and for writing. Take the arrival of e-book readers as an example. Devices like Kindle make reading more convenient and are a lot more environmentally friendly than the traditional paper book.

As technology makes new ways of writing possible, new ways of reading are possible. Interconnectivity allows for the possibility of a reading experience that was barely imaginable before. Where traditional books had to make do with photographs and illustrations, an e-book can provide readers with an unlimited number of links：to texts, pictures, and videos. In the future, the way people write novels, history, and philosophy will resemble nothing seen in the past.

On the other hand, there is the danger of trivialization. One Twitter group is offering its followers single-sentence-long “digests” of the great novels. War and Peace in a sentence? You must be joking. We should fear the fragmentation of reading. There is the danger that the high-speed connectivity of the Internet will reduce our attention span—that we will be incapable of reading anything of length or which requires deep concentration.

In such a fast-changing world, in which reality seems to be remade each day, we need the ability to focus and understand what is happening to us. This has always been the function of literature and we should be careful not to let it disappear. Our society needs to be able to imagine the possibility of someone utterly in tune with modern technology but able to make sense of a dynamic, confusing world.

In the 15th century, Johannes Guttenberg's invention of the printing press in Europe had a huge impact on civilization. Once upon a time the physical book was a challenging thing. We should remember this before we assume that technology is out to destroy traditional culture.

Spring cleaning.

I'll admit spring cleaning is a difficult notion for modern families to grasp. Today's busy families hardly have time to load the dishwasher, much less clean the doormat. Asking the family to spend the weekend collecting winter dog piles from the melting snow in the backyard is like announcing there will be no more Wi-Fi. It interrupts the natural order.

Biologists offer a theory about this primal impulse to clean out every drawer and closet in the house at spring's first light, which has to do with melatonin, the sleepytime hormone(激素)our bodies produce when it's dark. When spring's light comes, the melatonin diminishes, and suddenly we are awakened to the dusty, virus-filled house we've been hibernating in for four months.

I tell my family about the science and psychology of a good healthy cleaning at spring's arrival. I speak to them about life's greatest rewards waiting in the removal of soap scum from the bathtub, which hasn't been properly cleaned since the first snowfall.

“I'll do it,” says the eldest child, a 21-year-old college student who lives at home.

“You will? Wow!” I exclaim.

Maybe after all these years, he's finally grasped the concept. Maybe he's expressing his rightful position as eldest child and role model. Or maybe he's going to Florida for a break in a couple of weeks and he's being nice to me who is the financial-aid officer.

No matter. Seeing my adult son willingly cleaning that dirty bathtub gives me hope for the future of his 12-year-old brother who, instead of working, is found to be sleeping in the seat of the window he is supposed to be cleaning.

These days lots of young Japanese do omiai, literally，“meet and look.” Many of them do so willingly. In today's prosperous and increasingly conservative Japan, the traditional omiai kekkon, or arranged marriage, is thriving.

But there is a difference. In the original omiai, the young Japanese couldn't reject the partner chosen by his parents and their middleman. After World War II, many Japanese abandoned the arranged marriage as part of their rush to adopt the more democratic ways of their American conquerors. The Western ren'ai kekkon, or love marriage, became popular; Japanese began picking their own mates by dating and falling in love.

But the Western way was often found wanting in an important respect：it didn't necessarily produce a partner of the right economic, social, and educational qualifications. “Today's young people are quite calculating,” says Chieko Akiyama, a social commentator.

What seems to be happening now is a repetition of a familiar process in the country's history, the “Japanization” of an adopted foreign practice. The Western ideal of marrying for love is accommodated in a new omiai in which both parties are free to reject the match. “Omiai is evolving into a sort of stylized introduction,” Mrs. Akiyama says.

Many young Japanese now date in their early twenties, but with no thought of marriage. When they reach the age—in the middle twenties for women, the late twenties for men—they increasingly turn to omiai. Some studies suggest that as many as 40% of marriages each year are omiai kekkon. It's hard to be sure, say those who study the matter, because many Japanese couples, when polled, describe their marriage as a love match even if it was arranged.

These days, doing omiai often means going to a computer matching service rather than to a nakodo. The nakodo of tradition was an old woman who knew all the kids in the neighbourhood and went around trying to pair them off by speaking to their parents; a successful match would bring her a wedding invitation and a gift of money. But Japanese today find it's less awkward to reject a proposed partner if the nakodo is a computer.

Japan has about five hundred computer matching services. Some big companies, including Mitsubishi, run one for their employees. At a typical commercial service, an applicant pays $80 to $125 to have his or her personal data stored in the computer for two years and $200 or so more if a marriage results. The stored information includes some obvious items, like education and hobbies, and some not-so-obvious ones, like whether a person is the oldest child.(First sons, and to some extent first daughters, face an obligation of caring for elderly parents.)

Cordia Harrington was tired of standing up all day and smelling like French fries at night. She owned and operated three McDonald's shops in Illinois, but as a divorced mother of three boys, she yearned for a business that would provide for her children and let her spend more time with them.

Her lucky moment came, strangely enough, after she was nominated in 1992 to be on the McDonald's bun committee. “The company picked me up in a corporate jet to see bakeries around the world,” she recalls. “Every time I went to a meeting, I loved it. This was global!”

The experience opened her eyes to business possibilities. When McDonald's decided it wanted a new bun supplier, Harrington became determined to win the contract, even though she had no experience running a bakery.

Harrington studied the bakery business and made sure she was never off executives' radar. “If you have a dream, you can't wait for people to call you,” she says. “So I'd visit a mill and send them photos of myself in a baker's hat and jacket, holding a sign that says‘I want to be your baker.'” After four years and 32 interviews, her persistence paid off.

Harrington sealed the deal with a handshake, sold her shops, and borrowed $13.5 million. She was ready to build the fastest, most automated bakery in the world.

The Tennessee Bun Company opened ahead of schedule in 1997，in time for a slump in U.S. fast-food sales for McDonald's. Before Harrington knew it, she was down to her last $20，000，not enough to cover payroll. And her agreement with McDonald's required that she sell exclusively to the company. “I cried myself to sleep many nights,” she recalls. “I really did think, I am going to go bankrupt.”

But Harrington worked out an agreement to supply Pepperidge Farm as well. “McDonald's could see a benefit if our production went up and prices went down, and no benefit if we went out of business,” she says. “That deal saved us.”

Over the next eight years, Harrington branched out even more：She started her own trucking business, added a cold-storage company, and now has three bakeries producing fresh buns and frozen dough—all now known as the Bun Companies. Speed is still a priority：It takes 11 people at the main bakery to turn out 60，000 buns an hour for clients across 40 states, South America, and the Caribbean.

Grateful for the breaks she's had, Harrington is passionate about providing opportunities to all 230 employees. “Financial success is the most fun when you can give it away,” she says.

The current economy is challenging. Some of her clients' sales have declined, but she's found new clients and improved efficiencies to help sustain the company's double-digit growth.

Cordia Harrington doesn't have to stand on her feet all day anymore. Two of her three sons now work for her. And she's remarried—her husband, Tom, is now her CFO.

“This is more than a job,” says Harrington. “It's a mission. I'm always thinking, How can we best serve our employees? If we support them, they'll do their best to look after our clients. That's how it works here.”

We all know that science plays an important role in the societies in which we live. Many people believe, however, that our progress depends on two different aspects of science. The first of these is the application of the machines, products and systems of applied knowledge that scientists and technologists develop. Through technology, science improves the structure of society and helps man to gain increasing control over his environment.

The second aspect is the application by all members of society of the special methods of thought and action that scientists use in their work.

What are these special methods of thinking and acting? First of all, it seems that a successful scientist is full of curiosity—he wants to find out how and why the universe works. He usually directs his attention towards problems which he notices have no satisfactory explanation, and his curiosity makes him look for underlying relationships even if the data available seem to be unconnected. Moreover, he thinks he can improve the existing conditions and enjoys trying to solve the problems which this involves.

He is a good observer, accurate, patient and objective and applies logical thought to the observations he makes. He utilizes the facts he observes to the fullest extent. For example, trained observers obtain a very large amount of information about a star mainly from the accurate analysis of the simple lines that appear in a spectrum.

He is skeptical—he does not accept statements which are not based on the most complete evidence available—and therefore rejects authority as the sole basis for truth. Scientists always check statements and make experiments carefully and objectively to verify them.

Furthermore, he is not only critical of the work of others, but also of his own, since he knows that man is the least reliable of scientific instruments and that a number of factors tend to disturb objective investigation.

Lastly, he is highly imaginative since he often has to look for relationships in data which are not only complex but also frequently incomplete. Furthermore, he needs imagination if he wants to make hypotheses of how processes work and how events take place.

Although the mysteries of the Aztec, Mayan, and Inca civilizations have been known for centuries, now the public is also becoming aware of unusual, paranormal phenomena in countries such as Peru.

The Nazca“lines” of Peru were discovered in the 1930s. These lines are deeply carved into a flat, stony plain, and form about 300 intricate pictures of animals such as birds, a monkey, and a lizard. Seen at ground level, the designs are a jumbled senseless mess. The images are so large that they can only be viewed at a height of 1，000 feet—meaning from an aircraft. Yet there were no aircraft in 300 B.C.，when it is judged the designs were made. Nor were there then, or are there now, any nearby mountain ranges from which to view them. So how and why did the native people of Nazca create these marvelous designs? One answer appeared in 1969，when the German researcher and writer Erich von Daniken proposed that the lines were drawn by extraterrestrials as runways for their aircraft. The scientific community did not take long to scoff at and abandon von Daniken's theory. Over the years several other theories have been put forth, but none has been accepted by the scientific community.

Today there is a new and heightened interest in the Nazca lines. It is a direct result of the creation of the Internet. Currently there are over 60 sites dedicated to this mystery from Latin America's past, and even respected scientists have joined the discussion through e-mail and chat rooms.

Will the Internet help explain these unsolved mysteries? Perhaps it is a step in the right direction.

Graduation speeches are a bit like wedding toasts. A few are memorable. The rest tend to trigger such thoughts as，“Why did I wear such uncomfortable shoes?”

But graduation speeches are less about the message than the messenger. Every year a few colleges and universities in the US attract attention because they've managed to book high-profile speakers. And, every year, the media report some of these speakers' wise remarks.

Last month, the following words of wisdom were spread:

“You really haven't completed the circle of success unless you can help somebody else move forward.”(Oprah Winfrey, Duke University).

“There is no way to stop change; change will come. Go out and give us a future worthy of the world we all wish to create together.”(Hillary Clinton, New York University).

“This really is your moment. History is yours to bend.”(Joe Biden, Wake Forest University).

Of course, the real“get” of the graduation season was first lady Michelle Obama's appearance at the University of California, Merced.“Remember that you are blessed,” she told the class of 2009，“Remember that in exchange for those blessings, you must give something back… As advocate and activist Marian Wright Edelman says,‘Service is the rent we pay for living… it is the true measure, the only measure of success'.”

Calls to service have a long, rich tradition in these speeches. However, it is possible for a graduation speech to go beyond cliche and say something truly compelling. The late writer David Foster Wallace's 2005 graduation speech at Kenyon College in Ohio talked about how to truly care about other people. It gained something of a cult after it was widely circulated on the Internet. Apple Computer CEO Steve Jobs' address at Stanford University that year, in which he talked about death, is also considered one of the best in recent memory.

But when you're sitting in the hot sun, fidgety and freaked out, do you really want to be lectured about the big stuff? Isn't that like trying to maintain a smile at your wedding reception while some relative gives a toast that amounts to“marriage is hard work”? You know he's right; you just don't want to think about it at that particular moment. In fact, as is the case in many major life moments, you can't really manage to think beyond the blisters your new shoes are causing.

That may seem anticlimactic. But it also gets to the heart of one of life's greatest, saddest truths：that our most “memorable” occasions may elicit the fewest memories. It's probably not something most graduation speakers would say, but it's one of the first lessons of growing up.

Cultural rules determine every aspect of food consumption. Who eats together defines social units. For example, in some societies, the nuclear family is the unit that regularly eats together. The anthropologist Mary Douglas has pointed out that, for the English, the kind of meal and the kind of food that is served relate to the kinds of social links between people who are eating together. She distinguishes between regular meals, Sunday meals when relatives may come, and cocktail parties for acquaintances. The food served symbolizes the occasion and reflects who is present. For example, only snacks are served at a cocktail party. It would be inappropriate to serve a steak or hamburgers. The distinctions among cocktails, regular meals, and special dinners mark the social boundaries between those guests who are invited for drinks, those who are invited to dinner, and those who come to a family meal. In this example, the type of food symbolizes the category of guest and with whom it is eaten.

In some New Guinea societies, the nuclear family is not the unit that eats together. The men take their meals in a men's house, separately from their wives and children. Women prepare and eat their food in their own houses and take the husband's portion to the men's house. The women eat with their children in their own houses. This pattern is also widespread among Near Eastern societies.

Eating is a metaphor that is sometimes used to signify marriage. In many New Guinea societies, like that of the Lesu on the island of New Ireland in the Pacific and that of the Trobriand Islanders, marriage is symbolized by the couple's eating together for the first time. Eating symbolizes their new status as a married couple. In U.S. society, it is just the reverse. A couple may go out to dinner on a first date.

Other cultural rules have to do with taboos against eating certain things. In some societies, members of a clan, a type of kin(family)group, are not allowed to eat the animal or bird that is their totemic ancestor. Since they believe themselves to be descended from that ancestor, it would be like eating that ancestor or eating themselves.

There is also an association between food prohibitions and rank, which is found in its most extreme form in the caste system of India. A caste system consists of ranked groups, each with a different economic specialization. In India, there is an association between caste and the idea of pollution. Members of highly ranked groups can be polluted by coming into contact with the bodily secretions, particularly saliva, of individuals of lower-ranked castes. Because of the fear of pollution, Brahmans and other high-ranked individuals will not share food with, not eat from the same plate as, not even accept food from an individual from a low-ranking caste.

Shoppers should consider fake foning anytime they spot a talky neighbor in the produce department pinching(用手捏)unripe peaches. Without your phone at your face, you'd be in for a 20-minute speech on how terrible the world is.

One important caution about fake foning. The other day I was fake foning my way past a colleague, and he was actually following me to get my attention. I knew he wanted to ask about a project I had not yet finished. I was trying to buy myself some time, so I continued fake foning with my doctor. “So I don't need the operation? Oh, doctor, that is the best news.”

Not long ago, a mysterious Christmas card dropped through our mail slot. The envelope was addressed to a man named Raoul, who, I was relatively certain, did not live with us. The envelope wasn't sealed, so I opened it. The inside of the card was blank. Ed, my husband, explained that the card was both from and to the newspaper deliveryman. It had to be another tip request, this time from our garbage collector. Unlike Raoul, Mickey hadn't enclosed his own Christmas card from me. In a way, I appreciated the directness. “I know you don't care how merry my Christmas is, and that's fine,” the gesture said. “I want $30，or I'll ‘forget' to empty your garbage bin some hot summer day.”

I put a check in the envelope and taped it back to the bin. The next morning, Ed noticed that the envelope was gone, though the trash hadn't yet been picked up：“Someone stole Mickey's tip!” Ed was quite certain. He made me call the bank and cancel the check.

But Ed had been wrong. Two weeks later, Mickey left a letter from the bank on our steps. The letter informed Mickey that the check, which he had tried to cash, had been cancelled. The following Tuesday morning, when Ed saw a truck outside, he ran out with his wallet. “Are you Mickey?”

But when the sun goes down, the partying begins. In the big clubs and in coffee shops, tourists gather to hang out, talk politics and smoke.

Several areas of the city clearly show the two worlds that rule Amsterdam. And they're all within a short cab ride of each other.

For example, Dam Square attracts daytime sightseers to its festivals, open markets, concerts and other events. Several beautiful and very popular hotels can be found there. And there is the Royal Palace and the Magna Plaza shopping mall.

But as evening descends on Dam Square so do the party-seekers. Hip pop or funk music begins blaring from Club Paradiso and Club Melkweg. These are two of the most popular clubs in Europe. So if you come, be ready to dance. The clubs don't shut down until 4 a.m..

And while you are there, check out the various inexpensive ways to tour the city. Don't worry about getting lost. Although Dutch is the official language, most people in Amsterdam speak English and are happy to help you with directions.

And you'll notice that half the people in the streets are on bicycles. They rent for US $17 to $20 for a whole day.

Amsterdam also has a good canal system. From anywhere between US $2 and $9.50，you can use the canal bus or a water taxi to cruise the “Venice of the North”.

You can take in the picturesque canal house architecture：The rows of neat, narrow four-story dwellings of brownstone with large windows are well worth seeing. Many of them are several centuries old.

You might also want to jump out of the canal bus at the Museum Quarter and start walking. Masterpieces by Dutch artists such as Rembrandt, Bruegel, Van Gogh and others are on display at the Van Gogh Museum, Rembrandt House and others.

The city has an appreciation of its historic past. One place to visit is the Anne Frank House in Nine Streets. It was there that the young Jewish girl wrote her famous diary during World War II. In an article some Chinese scholars are described as being “tantalized by the mysterious dragon bone hieroglyphics.” Tantalized is one of many English words that have their origins in myths and legends of the past(in this case, Greek and Roman ones). The meaning of the verb tantalize is a very particular one：“to promise or show something desirable to a person and then take it away; to tease by arousing hope.” Many(but not all)English dictionaries give you a brief indication of a word's origins in brackets before or after the explanation of the meaning. For tantalize the following explanation is given：[> Tantalus]. This means that you should look up the name Tantalus to find out the word's origins, and if you do, you will find out that in Greek mythology, Tantalus was a king who was punished in the lower world with eternal hunger and thirst; he was put up to his chin in water that always moved away when he tried to drink it and with fruit on branches above him placed just a little bit out of his reach. Can you see why his name was changed into a verb meaning “to tease or torment by arousing desire”?

Another example is the word siren, familiar to us as the mechanical device that makes such an alarming sound when police cars, ambulances, or fire engines approach. This word also has its origins in Greek mythology. The traveler Odysseus(Ulysses to the Romans)made his men plug their ears so that they wouldn't hear the dangerous voices of the sirens, creatures who were half bird and half woman and who lured sailors to their deaths on sharp rocks. So the word came to be associated both with a loud sound and with danger！

When someone speaks of a “jovial mood” or a “herculean effort,” he or she is using words with origins in mythology. Look these words up to find their meaning and relationship to myths.

Many common words, such as the names for the days of the week and the months of the year, also come from mythology. Wednesday derives from the ancient Norse king of the gods, Woden, and Thursday was originally Thor's day, in honour of Thor, the god of thunder. As a matter of fact, all the planets, except the one we live on, bear names that come from Roman mythology, including the planet that is farthest away from the sun and for that reason was called after the Roman god of the dead. This god has also given his name to one of the chemical elements. Several other elements have names that come from mythology, too.

After an hour and a half, I pulled my cellphone out to call the friends I was supposed to meet that evening. An officer rushed over. “No phones!” he said. “For all we know you could be calling a terrorist cell and giving them information.”

“I'm just a university professor,” I said. My voice came out in a squeak.

“Of course you are. And we take people like you out of here in leg irons every day.”

I put my phone away.

My husband and I were getting hungry and tired. Whole families had been brought into the waiting room, and the place was packed with excitable children, exhausted parents, even a flight attendant.

I wanted to scream, to jump on a chair and shout：“I'm an American citizen; a novelist; I probably teach English literature to your children.” Or would that all be counted against me?

After two hours in detention, I was approached by one of the officers. “You're free to go,” he said. No explanation or apologies. For a moment, neither of us moved, we were still in shock. Then we leaped to our feet.

“Oh, one more thing.” He handed me a tattered photocopy with an address on it. “If you weren't happy with your treatment, you can write to this agency.”

“Will they respond?” I asked.

“I don't know—I don't know of anyone who's ever written to them before.” Then he added，“By the way, this will probably keep happening each time you travel internationally.”

“What can I do to keep it from happening again?”

He smiled the empty smile we'd seen all day. “Absolutely nothing.”

After telling several friends about our ordeal, probably the most frequent advice I've heard in response is to change my name. Twenty years ago, my own graduate school writing professor advised me to write under a pen name so that publishers wouldn't stick me in what he called “the ethnic”—a separate, secondary shelf in the bookstore. But a name is an integral part of anyone's personal and professional identity—just like the town you're born in and the place where you're raised.

Like my father, I'll keep the name, but my airport experience has given me a whole new perspective on what diversity and tolerance are supposed to mean. I had no idea that being an American would ever be this hard.

Public speaking fills most people with dread. Humiliation is the greatest fear; self-exposure and failing to appeal to the audience come a close second. Women hate it most, since girls are pressurized from an early age to be concerned with appearances of all kinds.

Most people have plenty of insecurities, and this seems like a situation that will bring them out. If you were under pressure to be perfect, you are terrified of falling in the most public of ways.

While extroverts will feel less fear before the ordeal, it does not mean they will necessarily do it better. Some very shy people manage to shine. When I met the British comedian Julian Clary, he was shy and cautious, yet his TV performances are perfect.

In fact, personality is not the best predictor of who does it well. Regardless of what you are like in real life, the key seems to be to act yourself.

Actual acting, as in performing the scripted lines of a character other than yourself, does not do the job. While politicians may limit damage by having carefully rehearsed, written scripts to speak from, there is always a hidden awareness among the audience that the words might not be true.

Likewise, the incredibly perfect speeches of many American academics are far from natural. You may end up buying their book on the way out, but soon afterwards, it is much like fast food, and you get a nameless sense that you've been cheated.

Although, as Earl Spencer proved at his sister Princess Diana's funeral, it is possible both to prepare every word and to act naturally. A script rarely works and it is used to help most speakers.

But, being yourself doesn't work either. If you spoke as if you were in your own kitchen, it would be too authentic, too unaware of the need to communicate with an audience.

I remember going to see British psychiatrist R. D. Laing speak in public. He behaved like a seriously odd person, talking off the top of his head. Although he was talking about madness and he wrote on mental illness, he seemed to be exhibiting rather than explaining it.

The best psychological place from which to speak is an unselfconscious self-consciousness, providing the illusion of being natural. Studies suggest that this state of “flow”，as psychologists call it, is very satisfying.

I am afraid to sleep. I have been afraid to sleep for the last few weeks. I am so tired that, finally, I do sleep, but only for a few minutes. It is not a bad dream that wakes me; it is the reality I took with me into sleep. I try to think of something else.

Immediately the woman in the marketplace comes into my mind.

I was on my way to dinner last night when I saw her. She was selling skirts. She moved with the same ease and loveliness I often saw in the women of Laos. Her long black hair was as shiny as the black silk of the skirts she was selling. In her hair, she wore three silk ribbons, blue, green, and white. They reminded me of my childhood and how my girlfriends and I used to spend hours braiding ribbons into our hair.

I don't know the word for “ribbons”，so I put my hand to my own hair and, with three fingers against my head, I looked at her ribbons and said “Beautiful”. She lowered her eyes and said nothing. I wasn't sure if she understood me(I don't speak Laotian very well).

I looked back down at the skirts. They had designs in them：squares and triangles and circles of pink and green silk. They were very pretty. I decided to buy one of those skirts, and I began to bargain with her over the price. It is the custom to bargain in Asia. In Laos bargaining is done in soft voices and easy moves with the sort of quiet peacefulness.

She smiled, more with her eyes than with her lips. She was pleased by the few words I was able to say in her language, although they were mostly numbers, and she saw that I understood something about the soft playfulness of bargaining. We shook our heads in disagreement over the price; then, immediately, we made another offer and then another shake of the head. She was so pleased that unexpectedly, she accepted the last offer I made. But it was too soon. The price was too low. She was being too generous and wouldn't make enough money. I moved quickly and picked up two more skirts and paid for all three at the price set; that way I was able to pay her three times as much before she had a chance to lower the price for the larger purchase. She smiled openly then, and, for the first time in months, my spirit lifted. I almost felt happy.

The feeling stayed with me while she wrapped the skirts in a newspaper and handed them to me. When I left, though, the feeling left, too. It was as though it stayed behind in marketplace. I left tears in my throat. I wanted to cry. I didn't, of course.

I have learned to defend myself against what is hard; without knowing it, I have also learned to defend myself against what is soft and what should be easy.

I get up, light a candle and want to look at the skirts. They are still in the newspaper that the woman wrapped them in. I remove the paper, and raise the skirts up to look at them again before I pack them. Something falls to floor. I reach down and feel something cool in my hand. I move close to the candlelight to see what I have. There are five long silk ribbons in my hand, all different colours. The woman in the marketplace! She has given these ribbons to me！

The kids are hanging out. I pass small bands of students, on my way to work these mornings. They have become a familiar part of the summer landscape.

These kids are not old enough for jobs. Nor are they rich enough for camp. They are school children without school. The calendar called the school year ran out on them a few weeks ago. Once supervised by teachers and principals, they now appear to be “self care”.

Passing them is like passing through a time zone. For much of our history, after all, Americans arranged the school year around the needs of work and family. In 19th-century cities, schools were open seven or eight hours a day，11 months a year. In rural America, the year was arranged around the growing season. Now, only 3 percent of families follow the agricultural model, but nearly all schools are scheduled as if our children went home early to milk the cows and took months off to work the crops. Now, three-quarters of the mothers of school-age children work, but the calendar is written as if they were home waiting for the school bus.

The six-hour day, the 180-day school year is regarded as something holy. But when parents work an eight-hour day and a 240-day year, it means something different. It means that many kids go home to empty houses. It means that, in the summer, they hang out.

“We have a huge mismatch between the school calendar and the realities of family life,” says Dr. Ernest Boyer, head of the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching.

Dr. Boyer is one of many who believe that a radical revision of the school calendar is inevitable. “School, whether we like it or not, is educational. It always has been.”

His is not a popular idea. Schools are routinely burdened with the job of solving all our social problems. Can they be asked to meet the needs of our work and family lives?

It may be easier to promote a longer school year on its educational merits and, indeed, the educational case is compelling. Despite the complaints and studies about our kids' lack of learning, the United States still has a shorter school year than any industrial nation. In most of Europe, the school year is 220 days. In Japan, it is 240 days long. While classroom time alone doesn't produce a well-educated child, learning takes time and more learning takes more time. The long summers of forgetting take a toll.

The opposition to a longer school year comes from families that want to and can provide other experiences for their children. It comes from teachers. It comes from tradition. And surely from kids. But the most important part of the conflict has been over money.

In the case of mobile phones, change is everything. Recent research indicates that the mobile phone is changing not only our culture, but our very bodies as well.

First. Let's talk about culture. The difference between the mobile phone and its parent, the fixed-line phone, is that a mobile number corresponds to a person, while a landline goes to a place. If you call my mobile, you get me. If you call my fixed-line phone, you get whoever answers it.

This has several implications. The most common one, however, and perhaps the thing that has changed our culture forever, is the “meeting” influence. People no longer need to make firm plans about when and where to meet. Twenty years ago, a Friday night would need to be arranged in advance. You needed enough time to allow everyone to get from their place of work to the first meeting place. Now, however, a night out can be arranged on the run. It is no longer “see you there at 8”，but “text me around 8 and we'll see where we all are”.

Texting changes people as well. In their paper，“Insights into the Social and Psychological Effects of SMS Text Messaging”，two British researchers distinguished between two types of mobile phone users：the “talkers” and the “texters”—those who prefer voice to text message and those who prefer text to voice.

They found that the mobile phone's individuality and privacy gave texters the ability to express a whole new outer personality. Texters were likely to report that their family would be surprised if they were to read their texts. This suggests that texting allowed texters to present a self-image that differed from the one familiar to those who knew them well.

Another scientist wrote of the changes that mobiles have brought to body language. There are two kinds that people use while speaking on the phone. There is the “speakeasy”：the head is held high, in a self-confident way, chatting away. And there is the “spacemaker”：these people focus on themselves and keep out other people.

Who can blame them? Phone meetings get cancelled or reformed and camera-phones intrude on people's privacy. So, it is understandable if your mobile makes you nervous. But perhaps you needn't worry so much. After all, it is good to talk.

Over the last 25 years, British society has changed a great deal—or at least many parts of it have. In some ways, however, very little has changed, particularly where attitudes are concerned. Ideas about social class—whether a person is “working-class” or “middle-class”—are one area in which changes have been extremely slow.

In the past, the working-class tended to be paid less than middle-class people, such as teachers and doctors. As a result of this and also of the fact that workers' jobs were generally much less secure, distinct differences in life-styles and attitudes came into existence. The typical working man would collect his wages on Friday evening and then, it was widely believed, having given his wife her “housekeeping”，would go out and squander the rest on beer and betting.

The stereotype of what a middle-class man did with his money was perhaps nearer the truth. He was—and still is—inclined to take a longer-term view. Not only did he regard buying a house as a top priority, but he also considered the education of his children as extremely important. Both of these provided him and his family with security. Only in very few cases did workers have the opportunity(or the education and training)to make such long-term plans.

Nowadays, a great deal has changed. In a large number of cases factory workers earn as much, if not more, than their middle-class supervisors. Social security and laws to improve century, have made it less necessary than before to worry about “tomorrow”. Working-class people seem slowly to be losing the feeling of inferiority they had in the past. In fact there has been a growing tendency in the past few years for the middle-classes to feel slightly ashamed of their position.

The changes in both life-styles and attitudes are probably most easily seen amongst younger people. They generally tend to share very similar tastes in music and clothes. They spend their money in having a good time, and save for holidays or longer-term plans when necessary. There seems to be much less difference than in previous generations. Nevertheless, we still have a wide gap between the well-paid(whatever the type of job they may have)and the low-paid. As long as this gap exists, there will always be a possibility that new conflicts and jealousies will emerge, or rather that the old conflicts will re-appear, but between different groups.

In its first encounter it might be somewhat hesitant, but as it came to know the user it would progress to a more relaxed and intimate style. The machine would not be a passive participant but would add its own suggestions, information, and opinions; it would sometimes take the initiative in developing or changing the topic and would have a personality of its own.

Friendships are not made in a day, and the computer would be more acceptable as a friend if it imitated the gradual changes that occur when one person is getting to know another. At an appropriate time it might also express the kind of affection that stimulates attachment and intimacy. The whole process would be accomplished in a subtle way to avoid giving an impression of over-familiarity that would be likely to produce irritation. After experiencing a wealth of powerful, well-timed friendship indicators, the user would be very likely to accept the computer as far more than a machine and might well come to regard it as a friend.

An artificial relationship of this type would provide many of the benefits that people obtain from interpersonal friendships. The machine would participate in interesting conversation that could continue from previous discussions. It would have a familiarity with the user's life as revealed in earlier contact, and it would be understanding and good-humored. The computer's own personality would be lively and impressive, and it would develop in response to that of the user. With features such as these, the machine might indeed become a very attractive social partner.

It was 1961 and I was in the fifth grade. My marks in school were miserable and, the thing was, I didn't know enough to really care. My older brother and I lived with Mom in a dingy multi-family house in Detroit. We watched TV every night. The background noise of our lives was gunfire and horses hoofs from “Wagon Train” or “Cheyenne”，and laughter from “I Love Lucy” or “Mister Ed”. After supper, we'd sprawl on Mom's bed and stare for hours at the tube.

But one day Mom changed our world forever. She turned off the TV. Our mother had only been able to get through third grade. But she was much brighter and smarter than we boys knew at the time. She had noticed something in the suburban houses she cleaned—books. So she came home one day, snapped off the TV, sat us down and explained that her sons were going to make something of themselves.“You boys are going to read two books every week,” she said. “And you're going to write me a report on what you read.”

We moaned and complained about how unfair it was. Besides, we didn't have any books in the house other than Mom's Bible. But she explained that we would go where the books were：“I'll drive you to the library.”

So pretty soon there were these two peevish boys sitting in her white 1959 Oldsmobile on their way to Detroit Public Library. I wandered reluctantly among the children's books. I loved animals, so when I saw some books that seemed to be about animals, I started leafing through them.

The first book I read clear through was Chip the Dam Builder. It was about beavers. For the first time in my life I was lost in another world. No television program had ever taken me so far away from my surroundings as did this verbal visit to a cold stream in a forest and these animals building a home.

It didn't dawn on me at the time, but the experience was quite different from watching TV. There were images forming in my mind instead of before my eyes. And I could return to them again and again with the flip of a page.

Soon I began to look forward to visiting this hushed sanctuary from my other world. I moved from animals to plants, and then to rocks. Between the covers of all those books were whole worlds, and I was free to go anywhere in them. Along the way a funny thing happened：I started to know things. Teachers started to notice it too. I got to the point where I couldn't wait to get home to my books.

Now my older brother is an engineer and I am chief of paediatric neurosurgery at John Hopkins Children's Centre in Baltimore. Sometimes I still can't believe my life's journey, from a failing and indifferent student in a Detroit public school to this position, which takes me all over the world to teach and perform critical surgery.

But I know when the journey began—the day Mom snapped off the TV set and put us in her Oldsmobile for that drive to the library.

Predicting the future is always risky. But it's probably safe to say that at least a few historians will one day speak of the 20th century as America's “Disney era”. Today, it's certainly difficult to think of any other single thing that represents modern America as powerfully as the company that created Mickey Mouse. Globally, brands like Coca-Cola and McDonalds may be more widely-known, but neither encapsulates 20th-century America in quite the same way as Disney.

The reasons for Disney's success are varied and numerous, but ultimately the credit belongs to one person—the man who created the cartoon and built the company from nothing, Walt Disney. Ironically, he could not draw particularly well. But he was a genius in plenty of other respects. In business, his greatest skills were his insight and his management ability. After setting himself up in Hollywood, he single-handedly pioneered the concepts of branding and merchandising—something his company still does brilliantly today.

But what really distinguished Disney was his ability to identify with his audiences. Disney always made sure his films championed the “little guy”，and made him feel proud to be American. He achieved this by creating characters that reflected the hopes and fears of ordinary people. Some celebrated American achievements—Disney's very first cartoon Plane Crazy, featuring a silent Mickey Mouse, was inspired by Charles Lindbergh's flight across the Atlantic. Others, like the Three Little Pigs and Snow White and the Seven Dwarves, showed how, through hard work and helping one's fellow man, Americans could survive social and economic crises like the Great Depression.

Disney's other great virtue was the fact that his company—unlike other big corporations—had a human face. His Hollywood studio—the public heard—operated just like a democracy, where everyone was on first name terms and had a say in how things should be run. He was also regarded as a great patriot because not only did his cartoons celebrate America, but, during World War II, studios made training films for American soldiers.

The reality, of course, was less idyllic. As the public would later learn, Disney's patriotism had an unpleasant side. After a strike by cartoonists in 1941，he became convinced that Hollywood had been infiltrated by Communists. He agreed to work for the FBI as a mole, identifying and spying on colleagues whom he suspected were subversives.

But, apart from his affiliations with the FBI, Disney was more or less the genuine article. A new book, The Magic Kingdom：Walt Disney and the American Way of Life, by Steven Watts, confirms that he was very definitely on the side of ordinary Americans—in the 30s and 40s he voted for Franklin Roosevelt, believing he was a champion of the workers. Also, Disney was not an apologist for the FBI, as some have suggested. In fact, he was always suspicious of large, bureaucratic organizations, as is evidenced in films like That Darned Cat, in which he portrayed FBI agents as bungling incompetents.

By the time he died in 1966，Walt Disney was an icon like Thomas Edison and the Wright Brothers. To business people and filmmakers, he was a role model; to the public at large, he was “Uncle Walt”—the man who had entertained them all their lives, the man who represented them all their lives, the man who represented all that was good about America.

Why do you listen to music? If you should put this question to a number of people, you might receive answers like these：“I like the beat of music”，“I look for attractive tunefulness”，“I am moved by the sound of choral singing”，“I listen to music for many reasons but I could not begin to describe them to you clearly.” Answers to this question would be many and diverse, yet almost no one would reply，“Music means nothing to me.” To most of us, music means something; it evokes some response. We obtain some satisfaction in listening to music.

For many, the enjoyment of music does not remain at a standstill. We feel that we can get more satisfaction from the musical experience. We want to make closer contact with music in order to learn more of its nature; thus we can range more broadly and freely in the areas of musical style, form, and expression. This book explores ways of achieving these objectives. It deals, of course, with the techniques of music, but only in order to show how technique is directed toward expressive aims in music and toward the listener's musical experience. In this way, we may get an idea of the composer's intentions, for indeed, the composer uses every musical device for its power to communicate and for its contribution to the musical experience.

Although everyone hears music differently, there is a common ground from which all musical experiences grow. That source is sound itself. Sound is the raw material of music. It makes up the body and substance of all musical activity. It is the point of departure in the musical experience.

The kinds of sound that can be used for musical purposes are amazingly varied. Throughout the cultures of the world, East and West, a virtually limitless array of sounds has been employed in the service of musical expression. Listen to Oriental theatre music, then to an excerpt from a Wagner work; these two are worlds apart in their qualities of sound as well as in almost every other feature, yet each says something of importance to some listeners. Each can stir a listener and evoke a response in him. All music, whether it is the pulsation of primitive tribal drums or the complex coordination of voices and instruments in an opera, has this feature：it is based upon the power of sound to stir our senses and feelings.

Yet sound alone is not music. Something has to happen to the sound. It must move forward in time. Everything that takes place musically involves the movement of sound. If we hear a series of drumbeats, we receive an impression of movement from one stroke to the next. When sounds follow each other in a pattern of melody, we receive an impression of movement from one tone to the next. All music moves; and because it moves, it is associated with a fundamental truth of existence and experience. We are stirred by impressions of movement because our very lives are constantly in movement. Breathing, the action of the pulse, growth, decay, the change of day and night, as well as the constant flow of physical action—these all testify to the fundamental role that movement plays in our lives. Music appeals to our desire and our need for movement.

Psychologists agree that I.Q. contributes only about 20 percent of the factors that determine success. A full 80 percent comes from other factors, including what I call emotional intelligence. Following are two of the major qualities that make up emotional intelligence, and how they can be developed:

1. Self-awareness. The ability to recognize a feeling as it happens is the keystone of emotional intelligence. People with greater certainty about their emotions are better pilots of their lives.

Developing self-awareness requires tuning in to what neurologist Antonio Damasio calls “gut feelings”. Gut feelings can occur without a person being consciously aware of them. For example, when people who fear snakes are shown a picture of a snake, sensors on their skin will detect sweat, a sign of anxiety, even though the people say they do not feel fear. The sweat shows up even when a picture is presented so rapidly that the subject has no conscious awareness of seeing it.

Through deliberate effort we can become more aware of our gut feelings. Take someone who is annoyed by a rude encounter for hours after it occurred. He may be unaware of his irritability and surprised when someone calls attention to it. But if he evaluates his feelings, he can change them.

Emotional self-awareness is the building block of the next fundamental of emotional intelligence：being able to shake off a bad mood.

2. Mood Management. Bad as well as good moods spice life and build character. The key is balance.

We often have little control over when we are swept by emotion. But we can have some say in how long that emotion will last. Psychologist Dianne Tice asked more than 400 men and women about their strategies for escaping foul moods. Her research, along with that of other psychologists, provides valuable information on how to change a bad mood.

Of all the moods that people want to escape, rage seems to be the hardest to deal with. When someone in another car cuts you off on the highway, your reflexive thought may be, That jerk! He could have hit me! I can't let him get away with that! The more you stew, the angrier you get. Such is the stuff of hypertension and reckless driving.

What should you do to relieve rage? One myth is that ventilating will make you feel better. In fact, researchers have found that's one of the worst strategies. A more effective technique is “reframing”，which means consciously reinterpreting a situation in a more positive light. In the case of the driver who cuts you off, you might tell yourself：Maybe he had some emergency. This is one of the most potent ways, Tice found, to put anger to rest.

Going off alone to cool down is also an effective way to refuse anger, especially if you can't think clearly. Tice found that a large proportion of men cool down by going for a drive—a finding that inspired her to drive more defensively. A safer alternative is exercise, such as taking a long walk. Whatever you do, don't waste the time pursuing your train of angry thoughts. Your aim should be to distract yourself.
