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前言

大学英语四、六级考试已经全面改革，计分体制改为了710分标准分制。2006年6月进行了第一次试点院校新四级考试，2006年11月《大学英语四级考试大纲（2006修订版）》正式公布，2006年12月开始全面实施改革后的四级考试。为了帮助考生全面了解并从容应对改革后的四级考试，新东方考试研究中心特根据“最新四级考试大纲”编写了“冲击710分”系列丛书。本丛书紧扣四、六级考试改革要求，深入剖析四、六级考试新题型，是集指导、练习于一体的特训练习册。

本丛书之一的《大学英语四级听力特训》紧扣四级改革要求，全面系统地剖析四级听力考试新走向，从细微处入手，对各听力题型层层分析，各个击破，为考生更快、更好地突破改革后的四级听力提供制胜之道。本书的特点归纳如下：

传授应试技巧，解密最新题型

改革后的四级听力在原有的短对话、短文理解和复合式听写的基础上新增了长对话，并改变了原来每次考试只出现两种题型的模式，即短对话+短文理解/复合式听写，四种题型将同时出现在考试中。

★ 本书“第一章 技巧攻略”介绍四级听力考试概况，剖析各听力题型的特点，由点及面，为考生提供切实有效的解题技巧。

直击命题要点，提供克“题”之道

编者悉心研究历年四级听力真题，把握命题规律，并在此基础上结合对四级听力改革的理解以及对《大学英语四级考试大纲（2006修订版）》的剖析，在本书第二章中为考生准备了15套四级听力全真模拟练习，帮助考生尽快熟悉新的四级听力。

★ 在模拟练习之后，本书还提供了答案速查、听力原文及精炼的解析，让考生知其然且知其所以然；在大部分题目解析之后还附有相关的考点归纳，如随堂讲师一般授业解惑，从而拓展考生的解题思路。

注意细节，疏而不漏

所谓“细节处方显真功夫”，只有把握细节，才能真正做到疏而不漏。

★ 本书附录收录了四级听力语音表、四级听力常见同音近音词、四级听力场景相关词汇及表达、四级听力常用短语汇总、四级听力常用句式，以及四级听力常用人名地（国）名，为考生突破四级听力提供翔实的知识储备。

第一章　技巧攻略

第一节　概论

一、大纲要求

听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读，语速约为每分钟130词。听力部分分值比例为35%，其中对话占15%，短文占20%。考试时间35分钟。

听力理解部分考查学生获取口头信息的能力，包括理解主旨大意、重要事实和细节、隐含意义，判断话语的交际功能、说话人的观点、态度等。听力理解部分考核的技能是：


A 理解中心思想和重要细节


1）理解中心思想

2）听懂重要的或特定的细节

3）判断说话人的观点、态度等


B 理解隐含的意思


4）推论隐含的意义

5）判断话语的交际功能


C 借助语言特征理解听力材料


6）辨别语音特征，如从连续的话语中辨别语音、理解重音和语音语调等

7）理解句间关系，如比较、原因、结果、程度、目的等

大学英语四级考试听力理解部分要求考生达到《教学要求》中的一般要求，即“能听懂英语授课，能听懂日常英语谈话和一般性题材讲座，能基本听懂慢速英语节目，语速为每分钟130词左右，能掌握其中心大意，抓住要点。能运用基本的听力技巧帮助理解。”

二、评分标准

从2006年6月起，记分体制发生了变化，考试成绩将改为标准分，即分布在290～710分之间，具体是正态分，均值500分，一个标准差为70分，最低成绩为290分，最高成绩为710分。不设及格分数线，成绩报道的方式由考试合格证书改为成绩报告单，即考后向总分在220分以上（含220分）的考生发放成绩报告单。凡总分在220分以下者（包括缺考者和作弊违纪者），其单项分和总分计为0分，不发成绩报告单。


新题型，新记分方法


成绩报告单的报道内容包括总分和单项分。试点阶段四级考试单项分的报道共分为四个部分：听力（35%）、阅读（35%）、完形填空（10%）、作文和翻译（20%）。各单项报道分的满分分别为：听力249分，阅读249分，完形填空70分，作文和翻译142分。各单项分相加之和等于总分（710）。

第二节　技能必备

听力理解是一种接受性技能，也是一个复杂、积极、多层次的思维过程。它是诸多语言技能的综合运用，涉及语音、语调、词汇、句型、句法、语言和非语言等诸多方面的知识。因此，要做好听力理解，必须具备以下一些基本技能。

一、掌握语音知识

语音对听力理解起着至关重要的作用，掌握正确的语音是听力理解的基础。语音因素是指考生的听觉对英语语音的敏锐度。这包括考生自己的发音，以及考生对于不同的英语口音，特别是美式英语和英式英语的区分。要注意区分和模仿正确的语音和语调。语音的改进对听力成绩的提高也大有裨益。很多考生虽然单词量很大，但就是听不懂自己认识的单词，甚至很简单的单词都听不懂。原因大致有两点：


1. 自己的发音不标准，平时都是按自己不标准的发音记单词，在标准发音的听力考试中，当然辨别不出来。

2. 不熟悉英语的发音习惯，包括英语的发音规则，如连读、失爆、清辅音浊化等现象，以及英语语调与汉语语调的区别等。



事实上，平时练听力时出现的听不懂现象，很重要的原因是分辨不出自己熟悉的单词，以及单词与单词之间的界限。如：在2005年1月四级考试复合式听写中，元音字母a在S1~S4四个空中就有不同的发音：S1—quality，S2— investigated，S3—value，S4—familiar。如果说阅读是凭借字母的组合形式去判断词义的话，那么听力则主要依靠声音确定词的意思。下面列出了英语音标表，以供考生参考学习。本书还在附录中提供了听力语音表，希望对考生有所帮助。
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1. 辨音

辨音，即辨别单词中出现的相似音素。英语中，由于音素相近或说话者的发音习惯会导致混音，使听者分辨不清，造成误解，所以辨音能力的高低是考生听力基本功强弱的直接表现，也是考生突破听力理解的重要一关。

四级听力对辨音的考查主要利用单词或词组之间音、形、义的相似或不同，结合一定的语境，用读音中的一些细微变化设置各种不同的干扰项来迷惑考生，所以考生应：



	“一锤定音”。相信自己所听到的音，不要被选项迷惑，同时注意联系语境。

	平时一定要注意自己的发音。

	系统、集中地掌握一些发音相同、相近的单词。





2. 失爆

失爆即爆破音的失去。如有两个爆破音或同一爆破音（［p］，［b］，［t］，［d］，［k］，［g］）连贯出现在同一单词中或连贯出现在前一单词尾与后一单词首，前一音只按其发音部位形成阻碍，但不爆破，稍作间息后立即过渡到后一个音的发音部位并爆破，这种现象称为失爆。失爆在四级听力考试中较为常见，这就导致了很多考生在答题时误听或漏听。

失爆通常有以下几种情况：



	当前一个单词的末尾与后一个单词的开头都是爆破音时，前一个爆破音不发出来。如：take place的读音是［tei'pleis

	爆破音后面的发音是［tʃ

选A。男生第二句话说we'd gone，前面的爆破音［d］遇到后面的爆破音［g］，［d］的音就没有发出来；女生一开始说的but the也是典型的失爆现象；it nice中，前面的爆破音［t］遇到后面的［n］也失去爆破，变成了［i'nais
 ］；而just to两个单词中的两个爆破音相同，听时会感觉只有一个［t］的音发出来，可见对话中经常是好几种失爆情况一起出现。本题的关键在于听出表转折的but，其后的内容就是答题的重点：食物并不代表一切，能远离噪音不是也很好吗？所以选A。

3. 连读

连读，指两个或多个属于不同单词的音素因语音规则、位置相邻或语速较快等原因连在一起读的现象，它同失爆一样，也是口语中经常出现的音变现象。

连读通常有以下几种情况:



	如果前一个词以辅音结尾，后一个词以元音开头，这两个词通常连着发音，这是连读最基本的情况。如：worn out连读后变成［wɔ:'naut
 ］，rush hour连读后变成［rʌ'ʃauə
 ］。

	元音与元音也可以连读。如：go out连读后应该是［gaut
 ］，而不是［gəu'aut
 ］；I am，you are，she is分别连读为［aim
 ］，［ju:'ɑ:
 ］，［'ʃi:z
 ］。

	在有些情况下，辅音与辅音也可以连读。如：would you的读音是［wu'ʤu:
 ］，而不是［wu'dju:
 ］。



注意：there be句型中的there is，there are经常在口语中连读为［ðɛə'riz
 ］，［ðɛə'rɑ:
 ］。在四级听力考试中，连读现象较为频繁地出现在词组和习语中。



4. 语调和语气

语调可用来表示谈话者对事件的态度、感情、口吻和意图等。学生要培养从所听到的只言片语中抓住说话者态度的能力，这也是四级听力考试的考点之一。语调是英语的一种重要语音现象，不同的语调表达不同的感受和态度。一般降调表示肯定、夸奖，如：I am a good student. ↘I passed the exam. 说明自己是好学生；升调表示怀疑、责备、否定，如：I am a good student? ↗I failed the exam three times. 责备自己不是一个好学生。

四级听力中的语调通常有以下几种情况:



	用降调表示赞同、夸奖。I am a good student. ↘I passed the exam.

	用降调表示抱怨。Terrible. ↘It seems like the more the professor talks，the less I understand.

	用升调表示否定、疑问或强调。I am a good student? ↗I failed the exam three times.





二、了解相关数字表达

数字涉及的内容主要有：时间、年代、日期、年龄、电话号码、价格、数量、房号、尺寸、大小等。数字的读法非常重要，会读，才会听。下面就四级听力中常遇到的数字表达做简单介绍。

1. 时间的表达

（1）时刻的读法


5:15读作a quarter past / after five或five fifteen

2:45读作a quarter to three或two forty-five

7:30读作half past seven或seven thirty

9:10读作ten past nine或nine ten

8:00读作eight （o'clock） / eight （o'clock） sharp

14:00读作two p.m.或fourteen hundred hours

00:25读作twenty-five past / after midnight



（2）年、月、日的读法


1998年5月7日：May （the） seventh nineteen ninety-eight

2003年：two thousand and three

公元前1086年：one thousand and eighty-six B.C.

前天：the day before yesterday

后天：the day after tomorrow

每隔一天：every other day或every two days

下星期这个时候：this time next week

两星期：a fortnight

10年：a decade

100年：a century



一般来说，正确答案不会是直接听到的时间，往往是在意思上与之相同或相近，或换了一种方式表达，或要求在听到的时间信息基础上进行简单的运算。做这类题时，听清时间与所发生事件之间的关系是关键。另外，还要注意以下有关时间提前或推后的表达法：

提前或提早20分钟：twenty minutes early，twenty minutes ahead of time，twenty minutes ahead of schedule，early by twenty minutes等。

推后或迟到20分钟：twenty minutes late，twenty minutes behind schedule，late by twenty minutes，to be delayed / postponed for twenty minutes等。

注意：有时对话或选项中会故意设置起干扰作用的时间选项，主要是同音与近音的干扰。如：对话中说的是8:30（eight thirty），选项中则可能设置18:30（eighteen thirty）；或者对话中同时设置几个时间，而正确答案只有一个。对这类题，一定要仔细听、仔细辨别，才能排除干扰项，正确答题。

2. 多位数的表达

以1,368,863,393为例，它由以下部分构成：1billion（十亿），368 million（百万），863 thousand（千），393，读为one billion three hundred and sixty-eight million eight hundred and sixty-three thousand three hundred and ninety-three。

在四级听力中这种长而复杂的数字极少出现，即使出现，也是整数的形式，如：18 billion，four million等，但考生一定要熟悉多位数的表达方式及其相应的读法。

3. 数序的表达

英文表达数序时常用序数词，但也有用基数词的情况，如：


第三中学：No.3 Middle School；第110号房间：Room 110

第六课：Lesson 6（The sixth lesson）



表达日期时一般用序数词，如：


7月3日：July 3rd；21世纪：21st century



4. 分数和小数的表达

分子为1的分数，以one为分子，序数词为分母。其中，1/2与1/4两个分数较为特殊，应加以注意。如：1/2—one half，1/3—one third，1/4—one fourth（或one quarter）。

分子不是1的分数，分子为基数词，分母为序数词并加s。如：2/3—two thirds，5/11—five elevenths，2 3/4—two and three quarters，4 3/5—four and three fifths。

小数的读法比较简单，按照词的顺序逐个读，小数点读作point，零读作zero。如：0.3—zero point three，9.7—nine point seven，1.45—one point four five，3.862—three point eight six two。

5. 货币名称和价格的读法


1美元：one dollar；25美分：a quarter；10美分：a dime；

5美分：a nickle；美分/便士：cent / penny

$17.84：seventeen dollars eighty-four cents



6. 其他与数字有关的词

还应注意couple（一对）、dozen（一打）、daily（每天）、monthly（每月）、twice（两倍）、double（翻倍）、triple（三倍）、score（二十）等与数字相关的词。

在时间与数字题中，还要注意以下两点：



	如果遇到两个相同的数字，口语中常读作double，零常读作“O”或zero。如：Room 605读作room six oh five；8579906读作eight five seven double nine oh six。

	应注意区别一些易混淆的数字，特别是-teen和-ty。首先，-teen和-ty在发音上不同，前者为［ti:n
 ］，后者为［ti
 ］；其次，这两个后缀构成的音节在单词中的重音有区别，前者构成的数字的两个音节都重读，后者构成的音节不重读。





三、了解一些基础知识

了解一些基础知识对备考四级听力来说可谓有百利而无一害，为了增加考生的知识储备，本书特在附录为考生提供了四级听力场景相关词汇及表达、常用人名地名表、常用短语汇总、常用句式等，为考生积累一定的基础知识。

第三节　题型介绍

本节将分别从题型分析和应试技巧这两方面具体介绍四级听力考试的难点所在。

一、短对话

1. 题型分析

改革后的四级考试中，听力理解部分的分值比例提高到35%；其中听力对话占15%。与旧题型相比，短对话数量从原有的由一男一女之间进行的10个对话减少为8个，对话之后有一个问题，多为特殊疑问句。根据短对话的特点，考生要利用对话正式开始之前的题目介绍时间快速浏览选项，做到心中有数。而掌握特定的句型，对于考生理解对话也很重要：英美人在向他人提出建议或请求时，往往采用委婉的方式来表达。请大家熟悉下面常见的句型。


表示建议的常见句型：

If I were you, I'll.../We should.../Why don't you...?/How about...?/

Let's.../Maybe you'd better.../Perhaps we can.../Maybe you should...

表示请求的常见句型：

(Would) Could you tell me...?/I wonder if you.../

I'll be very appreciated if you...



短对话一般有以下几种类型：

（1）建议及同义转述类

建议及同义转述类是听力考试中常见的类型，几乎每年都有。对于前者只要注意对话中表达建议的词或句子就可以了，如hope，suggest，you'd better，why don't you...，对于后者则必须理解对话的基本内容，这类题做起来难度很大。

（2）身份及人物关系类

在短对话中身份及人物关系的题目几乎每次考试都会出现。考生可以通过抓关键的特征词来判断。四级听力中常见的人物关系有teacher and student，librarian and student，shop assistant and customer，doctor and patient，waiter / waitress and customer等。

（3）否定类

否定类题目最重要的线索是抓住否定的关键词。值得注意的是，这类题一般都不是以明显的否定方式出现的，所以考生需多加注意。表示否定的关键词有：


否定副词和形容词：hardly，rarely，little，seldom，few，never等；

否定代词和连词：nothing，nobody，neither，nor，none等；

否定前缀或后缀：im-，un-，dis-，non-，-less等；

其他表否定意义的词：fail，miss，avoid，deny，refuse，doubt，far from，anything but，instead of，rather than等。

另外，要注意否定形式、肯定意义的结构，如：I couldn't agree with you any more. 这句话相当于I agree with you completely.



（4）地点及场所类

这类题在听力对话题中也较简单，考生只需掌握表示地点及方位的介词短语，抓住其中的关键场景特点，就能辨认对话发生的场所。如一听到boarding一词，就想到是机场。

（5）活动类

这类谈话内容可涉及上课、娱乐、工作、日常生活等各种情况。

2. 应试技巧

（1）看选项进行大体预测，做好准备便开始有侧重地听。

（2）若明显听到一个关键词与选项对应，就毫不犹豫地选。

（3）若选项中有两项观点截然相反，观点鲜明，那么考查内容必非此即彼，可将范围缩小，其中必有一项正确。


［A］Only true friendship can last long.

［B］Letter writing is going out of style.

［C］She keeps in regular touch with her classmates.

［D］She has lost contact with most of her old friends.

M: I just received an E-mail from one of my former classmates. I was surprised, I hadn't heard from him for ages.

W: Well, I've been out of touch with most of my old friends, only one or two still drop me a line occasionally.

Q: What does the woman mean?

分析：
 C项和D项的表达相反，所以该题可以首先将范围缩小到这两个选项中。男士说他收到一个老同学的电邮，感到很吃惊，女士说她已经与大多数老朋友都失去联系了，只有一两个朋友偶尔会给她写信，答案与女士的话属同义转述，out of touch=lost contact，故选D。



（4）四个选项可能都显得正确，但必有表意不完整或片面的描述，应只选择与对话中细节结合最巧妙的一项，不选含有多余信息或信息不完整的选项。


［A］He prefers to wear jeans with a larger waist.

［B］He has been extremely busy recently.

［C］He has gained some weight lately.

［D］He enjoyed going shopping with Jane yesterday.

W: You bought a pair of jeans yesterday, didn't you? What are they like?

M: Oh, they are pretty much like my other ones, except with a larger waist. I guess I haven't spent much time exercising lately.

Q: What can we infer from the conversation about the man?

分析：
 男士说他刚买的牛仔裤和其他的牛仔裤差不多，只是裤腰肥了点，猜测可能是因为他最近没有花太多时间运动吧，即没有运动所以发胖，由a larger waist和haven't spent much time exercising可以推断出gained some weight，故选C。对话中只提到他买了一条腰肥的牛仔裤，未提到他愿意穿腰肥的牛仔裤，排除A；对话中只说他没花太多时间运动，并未提他最近是否很忙，排除B；对话中并未提到Jane，此干扰项误导考生将jean听成Jane，排除D。



（5）注意短对话中出现的委婉语气的地方，很可能还有转折意义，往往是考查的重点。


［A］She wants to get some sleep.

［B］She needs time to write a paper.

［C］She has a literature class to attend.

［D］She is troubled by her sleep problem.

M: How about joining me for a cup of coffee?

W: I'd love to, but I'm exhausted. I was up till 3 this morning, writing a paper for my literature class.

Q: Why does the woman decline the man's invitation?

分析：
 女士说她已经筋疲力尽（exhausted）了，昨晚写论文一直写到凌晨三点，由此可以推断，她拒绝男士的邀请的原因是想要睡一觉（wants to get some sleep），故选A。



（6）注意对话中的虚拟语气，I wish，If only等引导的句子暗含的事情与说话者内心想法相反，或未能实现，或表示遗憾，选择时要注意。


［A］The man regrets being absent-minded.

［B］The woman saved the man some trouble.

［C］The man placed the reading list on a desk.

［D］The woman emptied the waste paper basket.

M: I wish I hadn't thrown away that reading list!

W: I thought you might regret it. That's why I picked it up from the waste paper basket and left it on the desk.

Q: What do we learn from the conversation?

(CET-4 2007. 6)


分析：
 男士说要是自己没有把阅读单子扔了就好了。女士说她觉得男士可能会后悔，所以从垃圾筐里捡回来并放在桌子上了。由此可知，女士为男士省了很多麻烦，所以B正确。



（7）在问到人物动作行为时，听音时注意动作的执行者，尤其是had sth. done，并不是本人做某事，而是找人做，请勿混淆。

（8）某些词组含义相似，会分别出现在对话和选项中彼此呼应，在历年真题中出现比较多的有not available和sold out，out of stock，out of print等，要注意此类意义相近的短语，会对选择提供帮助。


［A］The woman does her own housework.

［B］The woman needs a housekeeper.

［C］The woman's house is in a mess.

［D］The woman works as a housekeeper.

M: Are you telling me you don't have a housekeeper?

 女士回答说如果你把屋子弄乱了，就要自己打扫，do sth. oneself表示“某人自己做某事”，由此可知女士自己做家务，所以A正确。



二、长对话

1. 题型分析

长对话是四、六级改革后新增的题型。很多考生对长对话没有把握，比较担心，答题也无从下手。其实，长对话不过是短对话的一种扩充而已，不过是加长了对话，增加了信息量而已，考生可以参考托福考试中的长对话形式。长对话在每套题中有两组，所设问题一组3个，一组4个。和短对话一样，长对话通常也是男女对话，第三个说话人就对话内容提出问题。每组对话长度约为270个词。每段长对话的录音材料只播放一遍。通过对四级真题长对话题型的分析，我们发现，要解答长对话题型中的问题，考生需要抓住对话中的细节或基于对话做出推论。通过对最新四级真题中的长对话题型进行分析，我们发现所占比例较大的是以下两类题：

（1）细节题

这类题考查对对话中细节的理解，所占比例很大，主要是就对话中涉及的、且说话者直接表述的内容进行考查，常见的提问方式有：

How does Simon get to know about the company's available posts?

What are the speakers going to do at the time of the conversation?

What does the man say about the farm?

（2）推断题

这类题一般在对话中没有直接给出答案，需要考生综合自己所听到并掌握的信息做出推理判断，以why类问题居多，也有对对话发生的地点或与对话相关的内容做出判断的题目，如：

Why does the company adopt the phased retirement scheme?

Why is the woman applying for the new job?

Where does the conversation most probably take place?

What do we learn about the postgraduates enrolled last year in the woman's university?

2. 应试技巧

（1）在做长对话听力题的时候，最好能先浏览选项，这样在听的时候就可以抓住重点，有的放矢。

分析：
 第一题说了这个人可以做的事，而且是积极方面的；第二题选项中出现了search website，read ads这样的词组，可以判断可能与找工作有关；而第三题提到缩减开支、提高效率、使用退休员工资源等；综合三道题可以暂时推断该篇文章与工作有关，可能涉及个人的时间安排、公司招聘计划等方面，这样在听的时候就可以更进一步地抓住细节，有助于对文章信息的收集。



（2）听的过程中，要把握对话整体，抓住中心，明确场景、人物，在把握对话大意的前提下注意细节问题。特别要仔细听对话的开头、结尾以及中间双方的问答，因为对话的开头部分很可能会涉及对话发生的场景或主题；而对话的结尾则是对整篇对话的总结，可能涉及到说话者的观点态度；而对话中的双方问答很可能就是某道题目的答案或答案依据。

 女士问那个地方有房子住吗，男士说有一间小的，里面有两个卧室，所以B正确。对话提到那个小农场有40英亩大，而不是“农场离他们住的地方只有40英里”，故排除A；C项“他们以比预期还低的价格买下那块农场”，对话并未提及；对话说那有一个半英亩大的菜地，他们可以在那儿种些新鲜蔬菜，而不是“那有一大片种满新鲜蔬菜的菜地”，故排除D。



（3）边听边做笔记。因为对话较长，不可能将所有信息都存在大脑中，所以可以边听边在草稿上做笔记。当然不用逐字逐句地全记下来，时间也不允许，可以用一些自己明白的字母或符号来快速记录所听到的要点信息。

三、短文理解

1. 题型分析

这部分是听力题中难度最大的部分。信息量大，题材多样化，考生往往难以把握。在听的过程中考生不仅要听懂，抓住其中心大意，并且还要记住某些重要的事实和数据。听力短文的提问形式一般有以下几种：

（1）中心思想归纳题

它要求考生对短文的主要内容有一个大致的了解。对于大部分考生来说，掌握文章大意并不难。这类题常用以下方式提问：

What is the main idea of the passage?

What can we learn from this passage?

What is the best title for this passage?

What is the passage mainly about?

What is the speaker talking about?

做这类题时一定要集中精力听好短文的开头，因为四级听力短文一般会开门见山，把中心思想置于文章的开头。另外，如果文中反复出现同一词或同一类词也值得特别注意，因为含有这类词汇的选项能较好地体现中心思想，通常就是正确答案。

（2）细节题

这类题一般是wh-question的形式，主要就文章中涉及的重要或关键信息进行提问，所考查的细节包括具体时间、地点、主要人物或事件、各种数字等。做好这类题的关键是抓住文章的关键性细节信息，要注意养成边听边记的习惯，这样才不会听完就忘。另外，事先浏览各选项，进行预测。文中一旦出现以因果连词（如because，so，due to等）和转折连词（如but，however，though等）引导的句子，就要格外留心，这些地方往往就是考点。

（3）正误判断题

这类题常用以下方式提问：

Which of the following is true/not true, according to the passage?

Which of the following is not mentioned?

当看到这类题时，考生一方面应对全文的信息有全面的把握，另一方面要注意听清问题，要搞清楚有没有not一词。一般情况下，not一词会重读。

（4）词语释义题

这类题要求考生对文章中的某个重点词进行解释或猜测生词的释义。这些词一般会在材料的有关位置给出解释，有时该词的后面有同义词解释，有时借助逗号、破折号来对前面的词进行解释。考生还可借助词的前缀、后缀来判断其意思。

（5）推理题

这类题需要对文中的信息进行分析推断，然后做出正确的选择。提问方式有：

What can be inferred from the passage?

What does the speaker think about the problem...?

What does the speaker most concern about?

How does the writer feel about...?

做这类题时一定要注意：短文明确表达的内容不是推断，而且一定要根据短文的观点而不是根据自己的观点来推断。

2. 应试技巧

（1）做题前先预测，细读选项，比较其间的共同点和不同点，推测有可能强调的信息。

（2）了解各类题型的提问方式后，要有重点地听：如果是故事，注意人物、人物的心理状态、动词、故事发生的线索等；如果是说明文，注意选项中多次出现的关键词，在听录音时留意。和长对话一样，要特别注意文章的开头和结尾部分中概括和总结性的词语或句子。

四、复合式听写

1. 题型分析

四级中听写部分的考查形式为Compound Dictation（复合式听写）。复合式听写往往要求考生根据录音写出8个单词和3个完整句子，句子的表述可以用自己的语言。复合式听写的全文内容约250词，共朗读3遍。第一遍为全文朗读，语速正常，中间无停顿；第二遍在所需听写句子的空格后会有停顿，一般每句停顿1分钟；第三遍又以正常语速朗读全文，没有停顿。下面我们就从单词和句子两个方面来分析一下复合式听写的设题点：

（1）单词

单词听写部分主要考查对单词语音的辨别能力、拼写能力和时态、语态等的辨识能力。在考查上有以下特点：

①名词的单复数和所有格

名词单复数和所有格需要仔细听，另外，需要考生根据上下文判断其形式。

②动词时态

动词时态主要有第三人称单数-s或-es；现在进行时或过去进行时-ing，要注意是否需要去掉词尾不发音的字母e或双写尾字母；另外要注意不规则动词的过去式和过去分词的拼写。在听的过程中，也可以参考上下文来判断动词的形式。

③考查实词

在听写部分，主要考查实词，包括名词、动词、形容词和副词，不考虚词。

（2）句子

①句子时态

句子时态是复合式听写的考查重点，考生可以根据上下文语境对句子时态作出判断，这样在听写过程中就不容易出错了。

②注意把握句子意群

由于句子比较长，所以在听写过程中要注意对句子意群的把握，在理解了句子大意的基础上对细节进行听辨和记录，就会容易多了。

2. 应试技巧

（1）积极预测

听写部分所提供的文字信息往往比所要填入的信息多得多，利用这些已知信息去预测未知信息，可以大大提高填词的针对性，减少盲目性，争取主动。具体来讲，利用播放题目介绍的时间快速抢读已给出的文字，了解文章的大致内容，同时预测空格处所填文字的词性和可能的意义。

分析：
 这两句是文章第一段。根据空格前后的词，可以判断该空应该填一个名词。另外根据上下文可知这句话大概的意思，即“犯罪行为在世界范围内越来越多，而且有理由相信_____在未来几年内还会增长。”空格内所填内容应该与趋势、比例等词有关。这样在听录音的时候就可以缩小范围，听到trend一词就可以立刻印证之前的猜测。



（2）听写结合，双管齐下

录音正式开始播放后，仔细听每个句子，并努力把握全文大意。在播放第二遍时，将注意力集中在空格部分，迅速听记（边听、边复述、边理解、边记录）。在听写过程中，如果遇到不会的单词，可以先把读音记下，继续进行下面的内容，以免影响后面的听写。

（3）使用缩略语，提高记笔记的效率

在听写过程中，很难将最后三个长句完整记下，这时可以将关键词写下，或用自己明白的字母或符号等记下主要的信息。待录音播放完毕后，再联系上下文和已经记下的信息对句子进行完善。

（4）重视第三遍朗读，检查、核对内容要点

在第三遍朗读时，考生要仔细检查，注意拼写、大小写以及动词的各种形式变化等，注意主谓一致等语法问题；句子听写要注意不要丢词落词；对于没有填上的词，应结合上下文信息尽量回忆和辨别，最好不要空着。

第四节　答题进行时

一、答题建议

1. 放松心理，保持良好的心态

心理状态的正常与否对参加听力考试的考生来说至关重要。心理方面的任何失衡都会使考生手忙脚乱，得分率降低，平时掌握的内容也有可能回答不出来；相反，保持良好的心态，则会使考生如虎添翼，发挥出最佳水平。

考试中的心理偏差有两种，一种是过于放松，难以集中注意力，总是想起别的事情，无法抓住听力内容的关键词；另外一种是过于紧张，心跳加快，手心出汗，有头晕的感觉。出现前一种情况的考生要加强训练，找一个与考试环境相似的教室，模仿真实的考试场景，逐渐进入状态；出现后一种情况的考生可能是对自己的能力估计不足，心里没底，有一种惧怕感。这就要从自身做起，平时加强听力训练，做到有的放矢，弥补弱项，从而加强自信，保持心理稳定。在考前，把题目介绍听熟，在播放介绍时阅读选项，并进行有关预测，这时紧张的心理自然就消除了。另外，要做到顺其自然，即不要强迫自己去想一个没听到或不熟悉的单词，否则会漏听更多内容。只有放松心情，才能正常甚至超水平发挥。另外，听的过程中，一定要集中注意力，不要胡思乱想。

2. 浏览试题，明确重点

在完成快速阅读理解部分之后，不要急于做其他笔试题目，也不要干等监考老师放听力录音。应充分利用这宝贵的几分钟时间迅速浏览一下听力部分的试题，看共有几道题，考查的内容是什么，以便有目的、有重点地去听录音，这样可收到事半功倍的效果。

3. 整体理解，把握主题

听力考试除了考查句子中的单词（短语）和短对话外，还会考查长对话（围绕某一个话题进行交谈）以及短文。考生普遍害怕听长对话和短文，该怎么办呢？听长对话和短文时，一定要注意整体的理解，把握主题，不要因不懂个别词语或某个细节而放弃。另外，对短文中的人物、时间、地点、情节的发展及结果要特别注意。

4. 要做必要的记录

四级听力考试要求考生具有迅速而准确地记录有效信息的能力。为了防止遗忘，对一些与试题有关的关键词和数字要边听边速记。如人名、日期、时刻、电话号码、地点、门牌号、年龄、事件、楼层、职业、原因、结果等。对一些较长的关键词可用缩写或简单的符号来速记。否则，等听完之后，脑中暂留的信息一经消退，就可能无法得到正确答案，抑或因混乱而出错。

5. 注意“弦外音”，把握真实含义

有些题的答案只要我们听懂原文就可以找到，而有些则需要整体理解、推理和运算。这时就不能单从表面出发，而要注意说话者的语气、语调，力求听出言外之意，从而帮助做出正确选择。

6. 认真检查，确保无误

做完题后要认真检查，看判断是否有误，书写是否正确，确保无误，力争高分。

二、备考建议

以上我们分析了四级听力考试的各种题型及其应试技巧，希望能对广大考生有所帮助。但听力的提高并不是有技巧就能解决的，还需要平时下苦功练习。那么应该从哪些方面开展呢？

1. 听力速度的训练

听力速度直接关系到听力考试的成败，而且是影响考生心理的一个重要因素。考试中因为一题没跟上而慌乱，接连丢失几题的情况并不罕见。那么，应该如何训练听力速度呢？通常有两种方法：一种是“循序渐进”法，选择的听力材料应该由开始的速度较慢逐渐变为正常语速直到能听懂VOA、BBC等英语广播，最初推荐大家听Step By Step
 ；第二种是直接听正常语速的英语听力，从一开始就培养耳朵的适应能力，在这个过程中，建议大家选择一些语法及词汇比较浅显，有一定故事情节但语速正常的有声材料，如美国动画片或经典的室内情景喜剧，如Friends
 。要根据个人情况，选择适合自己的训练方式。

2. 听力素质的训练

听力素质训练是指英语语音基本知识的掌握，如音素识别、连读等。这就要求考生基本功扎实，在平时的听力训练中提高对连读、重读、省略等的敏感度。具体可参考本章第二节技能必备的语音部分。

3. 听力记忆的训练

听力记忆是听力考试中一个至关重要的环节。尤其是短文和长对话，不仅要跟上、听懂，而且还要把信息储存在记忆中，以供回答问题时使用。从信息的输入到选出正确答案，其间不过一分多钟。往往有这样的情形：短文或对话都听懂了，但到回答问题时，脑子里竟然一片“空白”，这种现象就是“听力遗忘”。克服“听力遗忘”的方法就是用人为的力量延长信息在“短暂记忆”中停留的时间，并为信息创造“重播”的机会。这种记忆能力要系统地、长期地训练才能逐步形成。这个训练可以通过平时的听写和背诵进行。

4. 听力理解的训练

要提高听力理解能力，这里推荐大家使用精听和泛听相结合的方法。所谓精听，有三种方法可以参考。

其一，找一段四级的听力材料，或者其他难度适中的材料，每放一句，便跟读一句，力求听出每一个单词。如果一遍不行，就反复练习，并总结自己听不出来的原因。

其二，在听的过程中把内容听写出来。

其三，不间断地播放一个四级passage，边听边做笔记，不要去看题目。记完后，将自己的笔记跟题目对照一下，看是否能把考题中的考点都捕捉到。通过这种练习揣摩听力出题中关注细节这一特点。每次精听的时间不宜过长，四五十分钟即可；材料也不宜过难。泛听练习的要求和选材就没有精听那么严格，听力考试题、英语新闻、电影等都可以作为泛听材料。在进行练习的过程中，只要求考生能够尽量集中注意力，尽量理解意思就可以了。

三、听力考场注意事项

1. 充分利用时间

录音开头会播放一段Directions，时间大约2~3分钟。每次内容都一样，不必费神去听。考生可以利用这段时间快速浏览题目的选项，猜测一下每题的大意。听录音时不要看题，否则容易受到干扰。

2. 学会放弃

考试中遇到听不懂的对话，不必纠缠，更不要“耿耿于怀”。应马上转入下一题，以免引起连锁反应。在短文中遇到听不懂的段落也不要急，因为这很可能不是重要信息。尽可能地多做笔记，避免遗忘。

I can see the professor now as he raised his hand to his forehead as if he were looking across the Charles River to the Old North Church in Boston.
 Suddenly, Revere spotted two lanterns, a signal which meant that the British would attack by sea.
 He jumped on his horse to warn the villages of the attack. Professor Williamson reminded us that the first battles of the American Revolution were fought at Concord and at Lexington, Massachusetts, the year before the Declaration of Independence was signed in 1776. Never before had history seemed so alive to me all because a professor cared enough to put his heart into
 his teaching.

Passage Three


It is common knowledge that music can have a powerful effect on our emotions
 . In fact, since 1930s, music therapists have relied on
 music to soothe patients and help control pain.


Now psychologists are confirming that music can also help relieve depression and improve concentration. For instance, in a recent study, 15 surgeons were given some highly stressful math problems to solve. They were divided into three groups: one worked in silence; and in another, the surgeons listened to music of their choice on headphones; the third listened to classical music chosen by the researchers.

The results of the study may surprise you. The doctors who got to choose their music experienced less stress and scored better than the others
 . One possible explanation is that listening to music you like stimulates the Alfa-wave in the brain, increases the heart rate and expands the breathing. That helps to reduce stress and sharpen concentration.

Other research suggests a second relation between the music and the brain: by examining the students' blood after they listened to a variety of classical music collections, the researchers found that some students showed a large increase in endorphin, a natural pain reliever
 . This supports what music therapists have known for years: music can help rejuvenate or soothe the patient.

The world's first completely automatic railway has been built under the busy streets of London. The railway is called the Victoria Line, and it is part of the complete London underground railway.


The new Victoria Line was opened in 1969. This new line was very different from the others. The stations on the other lines need a lot of workers to sell tickets, and to check and to collect them when people leave the trains. This is all different from the Victoria Line. Here a machine checks and collects the tickets, and there are no workers on the platforms.



On the train, there is only one worker. If necessary, this man can drive the train.
 But usually he just starts it; it runs and stops by itself. The trains are controlled by electrical signals which are sent by the so-called “command spots”. The command spots are the same distance apart. Each sends a certain signal. The train always moves at the speed that the command spots allow. If the command spot sends no signals, the train will stop.


Most of the control work is done by computers. The computers also fix the train's speeds, and send the signals to the command spots.

Other machines make sure that the trains are always a safe distance apart. If one train stays too long at a station, the other trains will then automatically move slower. So there is no danger of accidents on the line.

We don't know when men first began to use salt,
 but we do know that it has been used in many different ways throughout history. Historical evidence shows, for example, that people who lived over 3,000 years ago ate salted fish. Thousands of years ago in Egypt, salt was used to keep the dead from decaying.

Television in the U.S. gives people the choice of many different programs on many different channels. However, many people today are criticizing the quality of the programs. According to these critics, there are too many programs that only entertain; there are not enough interesting programs that give information about the world around us. Perhaps the lack of serious programs is the fault of the commercial television system,
 not the fault of the people who own or control the television stations. Television in the U.S. depends on money from people who advertise their products on television. Section B

Passage One

One of the biggest changes in the way people in Britain spend their leisure time in recent years has been the increase in the amount of time spent watching television. The average winter viewing figures are now about twenty-eight hours per week.


As you might expect, television viewing is less popular in summer than in winter and more popular with old people than with any other age group. Viewing also varies according to social class, with professional and managerial classes watching less than the unskilled and the unemployed. On average, women watch more than men.

However, not everyone agrees that more TV means better TV and it has been argued that the standard of programmes with a mass appeal
 such as soap operas, quiz shows and situation comedies isn't very high. “Minority” programmes, such as many of those broadcast on BBC 2 and Channel 4, might disappear.

Passage Two


Although important events often reflect themselves quickly in literature of a country, the effect of World War I on American writing was delayed.
 The war promptly produced some mediocre prose and poetry, but distinguished work—mainly in the form of novels—appeared only some years later. The best came from Ernest Hemingway. He had already written some very good short stories and one first-class novel—The Sun Also Rises.

 But he did not publish a novel fully involved with the war until 1929. It proved worth
 waiting for.

The onset of the Great Depression, on the other hand, was rapidly mirrored in American literature, especially in novels, and during the ten years after the Depression started, much writing dealt with it. One of the best of these novels was John Steinbeck's The Grapes of Wrath
 . But the arrival of the Depression little affected Hemingway's attitudes.
 During the 1930s, he continued to publish novels and short stories. They dealt with a variety of subjects but customarily revealed his high view of courage. The brave did not always survive in his fiction but they lived their lives to the fullest. It was not until the late 1930s that reference to the Depression crept into Hemingway's writing and, even then, its influence was indirect.

Graham Hawks remembers the first time he saw a whale. Waiting for a com-panion, the animal was motionless and vertical
 . This caused him to realize that life in the three-dimensional space of the oceans need not confine
 itself to
 “upright” positions.

He remembered this lesson when designing Deep Flight I, a one-person under-water vehicle launched in California's Monterey Bay last October.
 Instead of remaining upright at all times and reaching the depths by sinking, the airplane-like craft can “fly” through the water in any direction at speeds up to 12 knots—using battery-powered thrusters and movable control surfaces to turn the flow of water over its short, thick wings. The pilot lies reclined in the 15-foot-long vehicle, looking out through its nose.

Built by Hawks Ocean Technologies at a cost of $1 million, Deep Flight I can dive to depths of 3,300 feet. The experimental vehicle, sponsored in part by television and film companies, is equipped with a variety of camera seats. However, its primary purpose is as a technology demonstrator for the development of Deep Flight II,
 which will be designed to transport explorers to the very bottom of the ocean.

Passage Two

Birds spend so much time smoothing, cleaning and arranging their feathers that it's not surprising this behavior, called preening, is associated with pride and vanity
 . But stop a minute and think about what feathers do for a bird. Besides allowing it to fly, feathers keep the bird warm in the winter and cool in the summer. They shed water in the rain, and they are used to communicate with other birds of the same species. A bird with dirty feathers will not live long
 .

Birds use their beaks to clean and straighten their feathers and to spread oil over them. They get the oil from their skin. The oil helps keep the feathers waterproof and flexible.

Birds also like to take baths to keep clean, and they don't always take them in water. Chickens, for instance, like nothing better than to scratch up
 some dust with their feet and then lie down and flap the dust all over their bodies. This probably helps get rid of parasites on their skin. A quick shake then sends the dust flying from their feathers, leaving them clean and comfortable.

The first postal service in North America began in New England in the 17th century. All mail arriving in Massachusetts colony was sent to the home of an appointed official in Boston. In turn, he would deliver the mail from Boston on horseback to its destination, receiving one penny for each good article of mail. Later in the century, postal services were established between Philadelphia and Delaware. In 1691, the British crown appointed the first postmaster general to have charge of
 the mail for all the colonies in North America.
 Later, Benjamin Franklin served as the postmaster general for the British government and then was made postmaster by the newly formed United States government. Franklin was responsible for establishing the United States postal system on a permanent basis.
 He increased the number of post offices, introduced the use of stagecoaches to carry mail, and started a package service system. Later, in the nineteenth century, as railroads and steam boats appeared, they were used to carry mail into the towns. Some communities, especially those out west, were far from the services of transportation. To serve them, the post office developed a system called “star routes”.
 Private contractors paid to deliver mail to the communities from railways by horse and wagon. The postal service, which was started over 3 centuries ago, has developed into an extensive government service with post offices in every city, town, and village in the United States.

Passage One

The piano and violin are girls' instruments. Drums and trumpets are for boys. According to psychologists Susan Onco and Michael Balton, children have very clear ideas about which musical instruments they should play.
 They find that despite the best efforts of teachers these ideas have changed very little over the past decade. They interviewed 153 children aged between 9 and 11 from schools in northwest England. They asked them to identify four musical instruments and then to say which they would like to play most and which they would least like to play. They also asked the children for their views on whether boys or girls should not play any of the four instruments. The piano and the violin were both ranked more favorably by girls than by boys, while boys prefer the drums and trumpets. There was broad
 agreement between boys and girls on which instruments each sex should play and the reasons vary. And while almost half of all boys said they avoid certain instruments because they were too difficult to play, only 15% of girls gave that as a reason.
 Earlier studies indicated that very young school children aged between 5 and 7 showed no bias
 in choosing musical instruments, but their tastes become more clear between the ages of 8 and 10. One survey of 78 teachers suggested that after that age both boys and girls begin to restrict themselves to so-called male or female instruments.

Passage Three

The world's smartest adolescents in mathematics and science are in Singapore, according
 to a global survey of educational achievement. In the 3rd International Mathematics and Science Study, 13-year-olds from Singapore achieved the best scores in standardized tests of math and science that were administered to 287,896 students in 41 countries in 1994 and 1995. The survey suggests that science and math education is especially strong in the Far East. While well behind those top scores, students from Australia earned higher marks in math than their counterparts in England, who in turn did better than American students.
 The study collected information on the students' teachers and homes. Not surprisingly, the highest-scoring students had well-educated parents or came from homes containing study-aids such as computers, dictionaries or even such elemental facilities as desks.
 The study shows that boys generally did better than girls in science, but there was little difference between them in math. Boys scored better than girls in physics and chemistry.
 There were no sex differences in the life and environmental sciences. In addition to being tested, students in the project were asked how proficient
 they thought they were in math and science. Students in some countries, such as Columbia and Kuwait, had an overly optimistic view of their skills. Meanwhile, some of the best students from Japan and Korea for example were needlessly pessimistic even though they did far better in math than almost all of the other students.

That's one of the things I found so fascinating
 about the article the way the bones repair themselves.

M: Sure. See, there are two groups of different types of specialized cells in the bone that work together to do it. The first group goes to an area of the bone that needs repair. This group of cells produces the chemical that actually breaks down the bone tissue
 , and leaves a hole in it. After that the second group of specialized cells comes and produces the new tissue that fills in the hole that was made by the first group.

W: Very good. This is a very complex process. In fact, the scientists who study human bones don't completely understand it yet. They are still trying to find out how it all actually works. Specifically, because sometimes after the first group of cells leaves a hole in the bone tissue, for some reason the second group doesn't completely fill in the hole. And this can cause real problems. It can actually lead to a disease in which the bone becomes weak and is easily broken.

M: OK, I get it. So if the scientists can figure out what makes the specialized cells work, maybe they can find a way to make sure the second group of cells completely fills the hole in the bone tissue every time. That'll prevent the disease from ever occurring
 .

Smoking can be harmful to your health. But why do people smoke?


One reason is that people become addicted to
 cigarettes. To be addicted means that your body comes to need them. The addictive substance in cigarettes is nicotine. When people smoke, the nicotine goes right into the blood stream and makes people feel relaxed. A smoker's body gets accustomed to the nicotine and if he stops smoking he feels nervous. Many smokers try to stop smoking, but because of the addiction to nicotine they feel so uncomfortable that they often find it too difficult to stop.

Another reason is that people simply enjoy smoking and what it symbolizes. Having a cigarette for many people means taking a break. For some people smoking becomes part of certain social rituals, for example, the cigarette after dinner. Many people enjoy smoking because it gives them something to do with their hands. Many people also like the taste of tar in cigarettes. However, it is the tar that causes cancer. While governments and health experts have tried to get people to give up

Passage Two

Are you afraid to raise your hand in class even when you know the answer? If you are, most people would say that you are shy. If you feel shy, you are not alone. Nine out of ten people are at least a little shy. But however shy you are, scientific evidence seems to show that it isn't your fault. You may have been born that way.
 How do psychologists measure shyness? One way is by observation
 . They keep detailed records of people's actions, like how often these people speak to others or how long it takes someone to say hello to a stranger. Another way to measure shyness is to ask people questions. The test only takes about 10 minutes. It asks questions like: “Do you like going out a lot?” and “Do you have many friends?” People must answer either yes or no. These questions can predict how people actually behave in social situations
 . Suppose the test tells you that someone is shy, chances
 are good that that person will act shy. When scientists measure shyness, they are really comparing degrees of shyness. In other words, when researchers say people are shy, they really mean they are shyer than others.

* 考点

chance此处指“几率，可能性”，相关短语有：a dog's chance 极微小的机会；（a）fat chance 微小的机会；by any chance 万一，碰巧；by chance偶然，意外地；take a chance冒险，碰运气。

Passage Three

Everywhere we look, we see Americans running. They run for every reason anybody could think of. They run for health, for beauty, to lose weight, to feel fit and because of the thing they love to do. Every year, for example, thousands upon thousands of people run in one race, the Boston Marathon, the best known long distance race in the United States. In recent years, there have been nearly five thousand competitors
 and it takes three whole minutes for the crowd of runners just to cross the starting line. You may have heard of the story of the great runner, Pheidippides. He ran from Marathon to Athens to deliver the news of a great victory 2,500 years ago. No one knows how long it took him to run the distance. But the story tells us that he died of the effort

have sth. done表示“使某事被做”，强调主语意志，过去分词done所表示的动作由他人完成。have sb. do和have sb. doing都用来表示“让（使）某人做某事”的意思，动词do和doing的动作均由sb.执行。这两个词组的不同点在于前者的do表示一般意义，而后者的doing则强调一直做某个动作。在使用中，do和doing可由其他实义动词替换。如：I had him take my photograph. 我让他给我照相。/ He had Joe clean his shoes. 他要乔给他擦鞋。

选A，信息明示题。文章最后一句提到一种特殊的鸟用石头与花建造花园来吸引雌鸟，故选A。

* 考点

Passage Two

In 1938, a play called The War of the Worlds

 was broadcast on the radio. The play started with a newsflash

* 考点

②以-ior结尾的形容词，后接介词to表示比较，像superior, inferior, prior, senior, junior等，如：The quarrel happened prior to my arrival. 争吵在我来之前就开始了。

③本身就含有比较意义的形容词，像equal, similar, equivalent, analogous等，如：A is similar to B in many ways. 在很多情况下，A类似于B。

* 考点

选A，综合推断题。结合文中女士谈论的信息，远程教育不必参加固定课程，只需观看12周的系列电视课程、与同学电话交流观点并参加三次集中复习，可知，C、D项没有提到，B项“供复习的录像带”也是错误的，故选A。


11. Q: What do the speakers agree is the major advantage of the distance-learning course?



* 解析

选C，综合推断题。听了女士的介绍后，男士表示远程教育是比较合理，考虑到现在学生们的日程和交通问题…也就是说，远程教育在时间上有很大的灵活性，因为它每天多次播放，学生可以根据自己的时间选择课程，故选C。


12. Q: What does the man think is a disadvantage of distance learning?



* 解析

选B，综合推断题。女士表示怀念大家坐在一起各抒己见的场景，男士赞同，并指出正是因为缺乏面对面的交流，所以电话交流在远程教育中非常重要，可见他们都认为远程教育的缺点就是限制了同学之间的交流。

* 考点

1）catch on此处指“受欢迎，变得流行”，如：Mini-skirts first caught on in the 1960s. 超短裙是在20世纪60年代开始流行的。另外，它还有“理解，了解”的意思，如：He is very quick to catch on. 他悟性很高。

Human needs seem endless. When a hungry man gets a meal, he begins to think about an overcoat;
 when a manager gets a new sports car, a big house and pleasure boats dance into view.

The many needs of mankind might be regarded as making up several levels. When there is money enough to satisfy one level of needs, another level appears.


The first and most basic level of needs involves food. Once this level is satisfied, the second level of needs, clothing and some sort of shelter, appears. By the end of World War II, these needs were satisfied for a great majority of Americans.
 Then a third level appeared. It included such items as automobiles and new houses.


By 1957 or 1958 this third level of needs was fairly well satisfied. Then, in the late 1950s, a fourth level of needs appeared: the “life-enriching” level.
 While the other levels involve physical satisfaction, that is, the feeding, comfort, safety, and transportation, this level stresses mental needs for recognition, achievement, and happiness.
 It includes a variety of goods and services, many of which could be called “luxury” items. Among them are vacation trips, the best medical and dental care, and recreation. Also included here are fancy goods and the latest styles in clothing.

On the fourth level, a lot of money is spent on services, while on the first three levels more is spent on goods. Will consumers raise their sights to a fifth level of needs as their income increases, or will they continue to demand luxuries and personal services on the fourth level?

A fifth level would probably involve needs that can be achieved best by community action. Consumers may be spending more on taxes to pay for government action against disease, ignorance, crime, and prejudice. After filling our stomachs, our clothes closets, our garages, our teeth, and our minds, we now may seek to ensure the health, safety, and leisure to enjoy more fully the good things on the first four levels.
