第1章　一般人，考官不告诉他

IELTS Speaking





第1节　考官解读考试环节

Key Success Factors for Each Part of the Test

雅思口语考试分为以下几个步骤，让我们来看看每一步取得成功的关键因素是什么：
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第2节　考官评估考生的四大标准

Four Criteria the Examiners Use to Score Candidates

雅思考官用来评估考生的四大标准有：语言的流畅度与连贯性、语法知识的广度和准确度、词汇以及发音。那么在这四个方面，考官具体会听什么？考生要有哪些具体表现才能符合这些标准呢？
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1
 　话语标记（discourse marker）：序列上划分言语单位的依附成分，例如Oh（哦），well（噢），I mean（我是说）等，在语篇中起着停顿、过渡等作用，有助于形成语篇的连贯性与条理性。





我们在本书中编排了一些可改善语言流畅度和连贯性的练习。由于语言是一个有机的整体，丰富的词汇能使你的语言变得更通顺——你脑海中的词汇越多，你就越能自然流畅地表达自己的观点，也就能避免发言时卡壳和放慢语速，而这些正是将考生得分局限在5分以下的问题。
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考生需要向考官展示出自己能正确运用语法的能力，比如能正确使用介词和动词时态。但只是做到准确还不够，考生还要掌握各种语法结构。考官会看考生有没有正确使用话语标记？是否能使用复合句？介词用对了吗？会使用比较级吗？能运用几种动词时态？会使用条件句吗？
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背单词的确会有用，但掌握词汇的捷径永远是阅读。如果你真想得到7分，你就应该开始阅读英语书籍。
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多数中国考生能让考官比较容易地理解他们的意思。但问题是，许多考生掌握不好说英语的节奏。在当今社会，音频资源唾手可得，所以这个问题还是能通过不断模仿和练习来克服的。

第3节　远离七大误区，武装你的头脑

Seven Misconceptions About the Test

考生们对于雅思口语考试普遍存在一些误解，下面我们来讨论一些常见的备考误区。

1

错误观点

考官的问题有正确答案

考生观点：考官问我去过什么靠近水的地方，但我不记得正确答案了。









考官点评：在对考试的所有误解中，这种观点是最普遍的，也是最有害的。数学题有正确答案和错误答案。在对话中，你可能会犯语法错误或发错音，但就内容而言，是没有对错的！有些回答可能会有点长，或有点诙谐，或有点创意……考官能察觉出哪些答案是事先背诵好的。那些死记硬背的考生通常在第三部分会露出马脚，因为他们把全部精力都放在努力回忆答案上了，而不能积极思考和融入对话。
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2

错误观点

要多用生僻词回答问题

考生观点：如果多用一些很生僻的词回答，就能得高分。









考官点评：这一观点存在的问题是，如果你突然用到一个很生僻罕见的词，或一个非常复杂的句子，它们与你的回答相符吗，还是显得很突兀？那个单词或句子运用得合适吗？如果不合适，就会出现连贯性的问题。如果你运用的大部分词汇都属于很基本的词汇，却突然说出“Yes, I like flowers because of their gossamer-like fragility（是的，我喜欢花是因为它们如薄纱般脆弱）”之类的话，考官肯定会惊讶地竖起眉毛。而且如果那是你能说出的唯一一个高级词汇，考官就会判断出你的整体词汇运用水平并不高，会为你打出相应的分数。

3

错误观点

外表有魅力就能得高分

考生观点：着装性感的考生得分更高。









考官点评：这种策略肯定会适得其反。男性考官和女性考官都不会欣然接受这种企图明显的操纵。事实上，穿着性感的考生得到的分数反而可能会更低，因为考官讨厌这种试图操纵结果的企图。

同样，如果考生在考试开始时说“我只想说，你今天真是太漂亮／太帅了”之类的话，这纯粹是在浪费口舌，只会给自己惹麻烦。

应试态度要积极、礼貌、友好，但不要试图操纵考官。

4

错误观点

这只是一个语言测试

考生观点：雅思口语考试只是一场语言测试。









考官点评：考生这么想是情有可原的，因为英国大使馆文化教育处也是这么公开宣传的。事实上，雅思考试不仅仅是语言测试，这也是本书想要阐明的一点。考试中假设的文化场景也是对你的应对能力的考查。所有的语言都根植于它们背后的文化环境，所以语言交流的本质也就是文化的交流。要想在雅思考试中取得成功，考生就必须“遨游”在英语国家的文化中。

5

错误观点

语速越快越好

考生观点：说得越快，就表示语言越流畅。









考官点评：虽然偏慢的语速会导致考生在语言流畅度方面得分偏低，但反过来就不一定成立。考官不仅会听考生语言是否流畅，也要听是否连贯。所以即使考生的语速很快，但如果不断重复，而且还出现很多逻辑错误，同样也得不了高分。

错误观点

像老外一样讲话

考生观点：考试时我需要像老外一样讲话。









考官点评：考生没有必要像老外一样讲话。当你在使用第二语言时，很多因素会影响你的表达——文化背景、所受教育、母语的语音系统等。因此你完全没有必要非要像外国人一样讲话。

错误观点

要多用优美的句子

考生观点：如果能多使用优美的句子，得分肯定会很高。









考官点评：让我们想象一下，如果有位考生在描述她和男朋友去南京旅游时说：

So, in the end, he went by train and I took a plane and, when I got to the airport in Nanjing, I texted him and he met me at a subway station and then we walked to the hotel. One day we visited Sun Zhongshan Park and walked right up to the temple at the top where there is a statue of Sun Zhongshan and then, that evening, we went to a bar to listen to some music and, I remember, when we came out, the moon like a silver disc suspended in the starry sky seemed to bathe our destinies with a silvery glow. And the next day it was the end of our holiday, so we went back to Beijing.

在这段话中，标色部分就是一句“优美的句子”。但这句话与考生在此之前和之后说的话完全不符。无论在词汇还是风格方面，这句话都显得格格不入。考官会认为，这些“优美的短语”都是考生死记硬背的，而且会在连贯性方面给考生打低分。

第4节　学习七大秘技，解决你的问题

Seven Key Ideas

1　创造力和独创性是西方教育体系最为重视的特质，而雅思考试也体现出了这一点。你越具有创造力和独创性，你的表现就会越好。





2　要想取得进步，你就必须经常练习。在语言学习的过程中，没有什么能取代反复练习。





3　要想取得进步，你还得变得积极主动。想想你会感兴趣的话题，查查词典，提些问题，变得主动起来。不要等着老师把想法填鸭式地灌输进你的脑袋。



考官语录

The more creative and original you are, the better you will perform.



4　在雅思考试中，就像在任何一场对话中一样，任何一个问题都没有“正确答案”。只有比其他回答更流利，或词汇更丰富，或语法更准确的回答，但没有正确答案。如果我问：“你喜欢花吗？”这个问题就没有正确答案。





5　死记硬背是一条死胡同。很多学生都会背诵文章和词汇表，然后告诉自己“我都学会了！”但我们这本书要告诉你一定要放弃这种做法——如果你在考试时背诵以前的文章，你的得分永远不会超过5分！



考官语录

If you rely on memorized passages in the test, you will probably only get a 5!



6　要想在雅思考试中有不俗的表现，词汇和想法很重要。但请记住，词汇学习不仅仅是背单词而已。如果你只是背单词，不管背诵的单词多么有趣，你运用词汇的能力都不会有任何进步。你应该做的是养成用词汇连续说上两三分钟的习惯。而这正是本书附送的《流利口语训练手册》的重要之处。经常通过《流利口语训练手册》来练习，你就能大大提高词汇量和语言的流畅度。





7　我们书中的材料和例子都非常好，但它们也只能起到讲解和引导的作用。我们要真正献给读者们的礼物，是我们推荐的学习方法。多阅读，多思考，多查阅和记录词汇，频繁练习语言的流畅度，这才是你提高口语水平的最佳方法。

第1节　第一部分闯关秘技

Keys for Success in Part One

第一部分没有第二部分和第三部分那么重要，只是一个热身，要给考官留下良好的第一印象。





如果你想给别人留下良好的第一印象，你会怎么做？微笑，运用丰富的肢体语言，仔细倾听，再微笑……

考试一开始，考官会问几个简单的问题，比如考生住在哪儿，或有关考生工作或学习的一些事情。然后会提出两个问题，且两个问题的话题不一样。已经复习过的考生应该很清楚是什么话题——童年、旅行、时间管理、新闻、游泳、大海、假期、跳舞、鸟类、噪音、电视或做家务等。

你不可能预测出考官会问什么，因为考官经常变换话题。但不管是什么话题，问题一般都比较直接：

　•　Do you like flowers?

　•　Do you think you watch too much television?

　•　What was your favourite school?



考官语录

Candidates who have prepared for the test have a pret y good idea what kind of topics will come up— topics like childhood, travel, time management, the news, swimming or the sea, holidays, dancing, birds, noise, television, or doing housework.



第一部分成功的关键是反应迅速、回答主动、发音清晰。



考官语录

The keys for success in Part 1 are quick reactions, spontaneity and clear pronunciation.



考生的回答必须清晰、生动。如果你能用上一两个有趣的单词或不太常用的时态，就更好了。

当考官和考生开始交流时，背诵是一大禁忌。记住，雅思口语考试是为了让你展现你个人的表达能力，所以不要背诵和复述别人的答案，不要鹦鹉学舌般地重复你在课堂上学到的内容，要有新颖的回答。

千万不要低估了考官！考官的工作就是倾听考生说话，然后打分。在他们的考官生涯中，他们主考过成百上千的考生，所以他们非常清楚你到底是在自由表达还是在背诵提前准备好的内容。

考官语录

Good replies are not necessarily longer, but they are more grammatically accurate. They contain a better range of vocabulary, and they sound more natural.

以下问题考官都有可能会问到。看看考生回答和考官点评吧。





考官：Let's talk about where you live. Are you living in a small town or a big city at the moment?

我们来谈谈你住的地方吧。你目前住在小城镇还是大城市？





考生A　I living
 a small town in the
 Hebei province. It's near Baoding, do you know that?






考官点评　第一个动词的时态就用错了，正确结构应该是I am living。但这个小城镇是该考生长期居住的地方，所以改为一般现在式，用I live。Hebei前不用the。问考官是否知道这个地方是不明智的，他们没有时间来回答你。





考生B　I live in a small town in Hebei province. It's near Baoding.





考官点评　回答得很好，清晰且干脆。第一部分中考官并不想听到大段的回答。





考官：How long have you been living in this town?

你在这个镇上住多久了？





考生A　I am living
 this town for twenty years - since I born
 .





考官点评　回答得不好。这些都是在开场白时问的简单问题，考生应该已经准备过了，没有理由犯这种错误。注意，考官提问时用的是现在完成进行时，考生也应该用同样的时态回答：I have been living in this town…。另外，还需注意，后半句应该改为since I was born。





考生B　Well, I was born there but now I have entered Nankai University in Tianjin so I live in Tianjin. But I go back to my hometown quite a lot. It's not very far from Tianjin, about two hours by train.





考官点评　回答明确。考生用的现在完成时I have entered可以获得加分。而且考官肯定也注意到了，谈话中用到了about two hours by train，用得既恰当又自然。





考官：Is your town an interesting place to live?

你居住的城镇有趣吗？





考生A　I think it is very interesting because it has many cultures
 and many modern facilities and transports
 , so it is very convenient to
 me.





考官点评

•　名词culture和transport很少用到复数形式。这句话最好表达为：It has a lot of culture, good transport and many modern facilities.

•　convenient for me才对，而不是to me。

•　这个回答的主要问题是听起来不自然，应该是提前准备好的，像是从雅思培训班学到的。





考生B　Actually, I can't stand my hometown. There's no nightlife there and nothing to do, not like Beijing. Honestly, I feel much more at home in the big city.





考官点评　回答得很好，听起来是考生自己的观点。考生在词汇方面的得分来自：can't stand, nightlife和feel at home。





考试前突击背诵口语范文或模板有用吗？

丹尼尔总评　一些考生上来就背一段对于家乡的描述，冗长且俗套。这并不好。考官很容易就会看出这是背好的，所以通常都会打断考生。建议考生仔细想想自己到底是喜欢还是讨厌家乡，并把这种喜恶表达出来。考生应该用自己的语言陈述，因为自己的语言才是真情实感，听起来才真实。

2．你住在什么样的房屋里

Where You Live: House or Apartment





考官：Let's talk about where you live. What do you like about your house or apartment?

我们来谈谈你的住处。你喜欢它的什么地方？





考生A　My department
 is very nice because it is on the third f loor. We have two rooms, one for my parents, and one for me.





考官点评

•　基础词汇用错了，department应该是apartment。

•　考生描述了公寓，但并没有回答考官的问题——“你喜欢它的什么地方？”所以缺乏连贯性。





考生B　Actually, I am living in a dormitory in the university with three other guys. But my parents are having
 a flat in our hometown, in Wuhan.





考官点评

•　首先在语法方面，存在一个动词时态的问题。I am living in a dormitory是正确的，因为-ing形式表示暂时的状态。但用-ing形式形容武汉的永久住所是不合适的，所以应该用一般现在式，改为my parents have a fl at…。

•　其次，这位考生也没有正面回答考官的问题。





考官：What is your favourite room in your apartment?

你最喜欢你公寓里的哪个房间？





考生A　In my parents' flat, it's the living room, because we have a piano and much
 books and a fan under the roof so it is staying
 cool in summer. At university, our dormitory only
 one room, so that's my favourite!





考官点评

•　考生说的内容还可以。fan和piano都是很好的词汇。

•　从语法上讲，应该是many books而不是much books。而且在英语中，“风扇在房顶上”的正确表达应该是in the ceiling，而不是under the roof。it is staying用错了时态，应改为it stays。

•　最后一句少了动词，应该是our dormitory only has one room或our dormitory is only one room。





考官：What would you like to change about your apartment?

你想怎么改变你的公寓？





考生A　Yeah, I want to change my dormitory. When I am graduated
 I can look for my own apartment and invite my friends and have it more private
 .





考官点评

•　该考生理解错了考官的问题。考官问的不是“你想换公寓吗”，而是“你想怎么改变你的公寓或改变公寓的什么地方”，比如改变墙的颜色或换家具，甚至是改变公寓的大小。考生因为理解错误而失分。

•　从语法上看，考生应该说when I graduate，而不是when I am graduated；应该说have more privacy，而不是have it more private。





考生B　What would I like to change about it? Mmm, the size, maybe. I mean, it's too small. The location is good, but we really need more space.





考官点评　考生重复了一下问题。你在思考怎么回答时是可以这么做的，但不能每个问题都重复。除了这一点，其余的回答听起来都很自然。虽然没有令人印象深刻的词汇，但用词恰当。





考试时我应该怎么说才能让考官感兴趣？

陈老师总评　如果你没有意识到这不仅仅是简单的对话，你的雅思口语成绩就拿不到高分。你说的话可能会让考官饶有兴趣，也有可能让他昏昏欲睡。表达生动意味着要有更多的细节或例子，因此你的陈述要有个人色彩，如：我的房间很小，以致我不能做俯卧撑。

3．你是做什么的：我是个学生

What You Do: I'm a Student





考官：Let's talk about what you do. Do you work or are you a student?

我们来谈谈你的身份吧。你是上班族还是学生？





考生A　I'm a student. I study at Xi'an Jiaotong University. Our campus is very beautiful with many trees and parks where we can hang out and relax ourselves
 .





考官点评　这个回答基本上还可以。介绍校园的句子和问题本身并无太大关系，但这么回答还说得过去，只是听起来像是背的。另外，没有relax oneself的用法，直接用relax即可。





考生B　I'm a student. I study at Jiaotong University in Xi'an and my major is Chinese philosophy.





考官点评　回答很简洁，但很清楚，切中要点。





考官：What do you find most interesting about your studies?

你觉得学习中最有趣的地方是什么？





考生A　I think the calculate
 that we do are interesting. We must handle many figures because maths is very important for the
 finance, you know. I think this major is very hot and it help
 me to have a bright future!





考官点评

•　回答恰当，但并没有展现出考生有过人的语言能力，内容也谈不上新颖。“前途光明（bright future）”之类的说法属于陈词滥调。

•　从语法方面看，calculate应是calculations；it help应是it can help或it will help；finance前不必加the。





考生B　Well, I love my major. A lot of my friends are studying finance or accounting or whatever, but I have always loved Chinese and I think that this field is interesting and that I can probably teach Chinese overseas in the future!





考官点评　回答好极了，没有语法错误。语法结构多样，用了三种不同的动词时态——一般现在时（I love…）、现在进行时（my friends are studying…）和现在完成时（I have always loved…）以及含情态动词的句子（I can probably teach…）。还用到了复合句。用词恰当，话语标记or whatever的使用使回答显得更流畅。





考官：Which is more important to you - the teachers or the other students on your course?

老师和班里的同学相比，谁对你来说更重要？





考生A　I think the teachers is the
 most important for us because they can teach us many things and give us many informations
 and advices
 . They have many experience
 so we should listen to them.





考官点评　给考官留下深刻印象的是不可数名词的错误使用。information和advice均为不可数名词，所以没有复数形式。teachers后面还出现了主谓不一致的错误，所以正确的句子应是：I think the teachers are more important for us because they can teach us many things and give us a lot of information and advice.同样，experience也是不可数名词，应该用a lot of experience。





考生B　Both, really. The teachers can give us a lot of knowledge and advice. But my classmates help me a lot, not just with class assignments and presentations, but also with their encouragement and support, so they are really important to me.





考官点评　回答得非常流利。第一句很自然流畅。不可数名词advice和knowledge的用法正确，还用到了可以增分的词：assignments和encouragement。语法准确。





我怎么给考官留下好印象？

丹尼尔总评　当考官问你问题时，你一定要注视着对方。尽量避免使用像this can broaden my horizons或this major will give me a bright future这样的陈词滥调。如果你能用上使说话显得自然的标志词，如actually或not really等，就会给考官留下一个更好的印象。

4．你是做什么的：我是上班族

What You Do: I Work





考官：Let's talk about what you do. Do you work or are you a student?

我们来谈谈你的身份吧。你是上班族还是学生？





考生A　I working
 a factory in Hunan.





考官点评　这个开头很不好，有语法错误。动词时态用错了，用一般现在时就可以：I work in a factory in Hunan，也可以用现在进行时：I am working…，但a factory前少了一个介词in。语法方面的严重错误使得考生可能只得4分。





考生B　I work. I've been working for three years now. I work for a software company as a marketing assistant.





考官点评　表达清晰、流利、准确。回答这种问题是考生用现在完成进行时（I've been working）的最好时机。这个时态的使用会使语法方面得到加分。后面提到市场助理的职位时也说得很好。





考官：Do you find this job interesting?

你觉得这份工作有趣吗？





考生A　Yes, it's pretty good. I like it.





考官点评　回答得可以，但有局限性。语法没有错误，但回答过于简短。这会让考官产生疑问：这位考生有能力说得多一些吗？所以考生应该多说一点，否则考官会问：“为什么？”





考生B　Yes, it's pretty good. I get to meet a lot of clients and I have to make presentations and do research. I like it. But I also have to work a lot of overtime which is not always very convenient! My boyfriend often complains about that!





考官点评　这段回答没有动词时态的变化，均为一般现在时。但语言自然，而且用到了一些很好的词汇：research，presentations，overtime和complains。





考官：Why?

为什么？





考生A　Because it is very interesting to me. I like it.





考官点评　考生只是重复了上一个问题里的关键词，这表示他不会展开思路，这会让考官认为该考生的语言能力有限。





考官：Do you want to continue doing this type of work in the future?

你将来还想继续从事这类工作吗？





考生A　I think so because this job can give me a bright future.





考官点评　回答简单，且有点老套。像前面提到的，give me a bright future这类表达属于陈词滥调，在雅思考试中最好避免。





考生B　Well, I would like to continue doing marketing or PR work but not necessarily in relation to computers. I have a friend who works in PR for a car company… PR is an area I would like to try if the right opportunity comes along.





考官点评　考官会注意到to continue doing something的表达。在流畅度方面，回答很自然，没有“打腹稿”。用词不错，如necessarily和短语comes along。如果考生能正确发出necessarily的音，考官也会注意到。





第一部分我可以简短作答吗？

陈老师总评　虽然第一部分的问题很简单，但回答不要太简单了。我们知道第一部分相当于热身阶段，但考生也要认真对待。如果你能快速理解问题，给出生动、准确的回答，第二部分和第三部分你肯定会表现得更沉着自信。

5．礼物

Gifts





考官：Let's talk about giving and receiving gifts. When was the last time you gave someone a gift?

我们来谈谈送礼物和收礼物吧。你上一次送礼物是什么时候？





考生A　Actually, it was on Valentine's Day. My girlfriend gave me a watch. I was very moving
 because I know it is a lot of money to
 her. Next year, I going
 buy the same watch for her and writing
 on it, "Forever love". I think she will be very happy, she will love me forever.





考官点评　回答很生动，但明显跑题。考官问上一次送礼物给别人是什么时候，但考生却回答自己上一次收礼物的时间。还有许多语法错误：应用moved，而非moving；a lot of money for her，不是to her。明年是将来的时间，所以应该是I am going to buy, I will buy或I want to buy。同样，writing应改为I'll write on it或I will write on it。





考生B　The last time I gave someone a gift? Mmm, actually, it was only about a week ago. I gave my mother some f lowers for Mother's Day. Just a simple bouquet.





考官点评　对话比较自然。考生用了话语标记Mmm和actually。而且单词bouquet的使用会为其在词汇方面加分。





考官：Do you find it easy to choose gifts for friends or family?

你觉得为朋友或家人挑选礼物容易吗？





考生A　No, it is very difficult to
 me. I never know what my family members really want. It is so
 trouble to
 me. I am very confusing
 . If it is for my family, then my girlfriend helps me. She knows every people want
 .





考官点评　语法错误太多了。考生应该说difficult for me和it is a lot of trouble for me，而更好一点的说法是it is a real headache for me。I am very confusing的用法错误，应该说I get confused或I am at a loss to know what to buy。最后一句应为She knows what each person wants。过多的语法错误意味着该考生在语法方面只能得4分。
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考生B　Not really. I don't always know what my family members want, so I have to trust my instinct. For my dad, no problems, because he's happy with socks or a book. My mum is more complicated; she likes surprises. She likes scarves and jewellery but it's
 so expensive. She likes cosmetics too. I know what her favourite brands are, but if I give her moisturizing cream, there's no surprise!





考官点评　回答得很流利、很自然。介词使用正确，难词的发音也正确，如jewellery，cosmetics。没有背诵答案的迹象，听起来像是考生自己的想法。一些词汇用得不错，如trust my instinct，complicated，cosmetics和night cream。有一处小语法错误：it's应为they're。





考官：Do you think it is important to buy expensive gifts?

你觉得买贵重礼物很重要吗？





考生A　Sometimes. In China, our face
 is very important so sometimes we must think about the money
 of the gift. It depends who is the person
 .





考官点评　还不错。考生应该说face而不是our face，因为face在这里是抽象概念，表示“面子”。money应换成cost。最后一句的语序应为who the person is。





考生B　No, I don't think so. I think what's important is the feeling you have when you give something to your friend, when you try to make someone happy. My cousin gave me a painting she did by herself. It's very lovely; it's very meaningful for me.





考官点评　答得很好。听起来也像是考生自己的想法和感受。诚实比背答案好。





我怎么得高分？

丹尼尔总评　首先要仔细听考官的问题，不要跑题。回答要生动，要用自己的话表达自己的观点。在雅思口语考试中，没有正确答案。

6．快乐

Happiness





考官：Let's move on to talk about happiness. What makes you happy?

我们来谈谈“快乐”这个问题吧。什么能让你感到快乐？





考生A　Lots of things. Dumplings! Having free time at the weekend. My boyfriend - well, sometimes anyway, not all the time. Mmm, what else? Eating tanghulu in winter. It's a kind of Beijing delicacy that you can get at street markets. Walking in the park with my mum and my dad... Reading books. Sitting in a café with my friends gossiping, haha. So many things!





考官点评　一般来说，在第一部分，考官不会让考生说很长。但让人印象深刻的是这位考生有这么多话要说。她的表达很流利，情绪很高兴，且对这个问题有很多想法。她的词汇量也大：dumplings，delicacy（美味佳肴），street markets（街边市场），gossiping（聊闲天）。英语中糖葫芦的表达是candy apples on a stick，但这里直接用汉语也没有关系，因为只是一个词。在语法方面，考官能注意到考生可以自如地使用-ing形式：having free time, eating tanghulu, walking in the park, reading books。如果该考生的语音语调都很好，且重音正确的话，那么她的总分会提高。





考生B　I like to play basketball with my friends. I have a lot of friends. We all play basketball. I like Kobe Bryant. He is really great.





考官点评　这个回答听起来有点俗套。语法正确但水平有限：只用了一般现在时和很简单的句子。这可能会让考官想，该考生会复杂的表达吗？





考官：Do you think money is necessary for happiness?

你觉得有钱是快乐的必备条件吗？





考生A　No, I don't think it
 . Money cannot buy the
 happiness. benefits your friends. That is the
 happiness. Money is the advantage of
 the work but you
 family is the more important for
 you.





考官点评　这个回答还不够好，有几处语法错误，意思表达得不清晰。考生应该说I don't think so或Money cannot buy happiness。关于the和a的用法，可参见本书第五章中专讲语法的第三节：我们在谈论抽象概念（如快乐）时不用the。考生想说的可能是：No, I don't think so. Money can't buy happiness. I think the real source of happiness is family and friends. Money is something we earn from working, and it is true that we need it and it brings us many benefi ts, but I think family is much more important than money.





考生B　I guess so. I mean, if you don't have the money
 , what can you do? If you want to travel, you need money. Or even just for your studies and to get some nice clothes so you can go to the
 job interview, you always need money.





考官点评　回答得很自信。语法和词汇都还可以。唯一的语法错误是the用错了：这里应为money，因为我们是在谈抽象概念的钱，而不是指具体的钱。同样道理，应该是a job interview，因为考生并没有特指哪场面试。另外，请注意clothes/kləʊðz/的发音，因为很多考生会读错。





考官：Do you think that unhappiness is always a bad thing?

你觉得不快乐总是一件不好的事吗？





考生A　Yes, of course. If you are unhappy, you are sad, and that is not good for you or your friends. You need to look the
 bright side.





考官点评　回答太简单，应该再深入一点，比如可以谈谈乐观和悲观。语法方面漏了一个介词，应该说you need to look on the bright side。





考生B　No, because sometimes when we are unhappy, that makes us think and it also makes us turn to our friends and they can help us to f ind a way to deal with it. I remember, when I broke up with my girlfriend, I was really sad and unhappy but it made me think about a lot of things and my friends were great. They really supported me. We went to dinner together and drank some beers. It helped me feel better.





考官点评　回答得很从容，也很连贯。语法准确，但语法结构单一。词汇比较丰富，短语broke up和feel better用得很好。





第一部分的回答最关键的是什么？

陈老师总评　生动细节和个人情感容易让别人产生共鸣。不要说俗套的话。记住，每个人都有独特的内容可以说。用自己的语言去表达自己的感受吧。如果平常多练习的话，每个人在考试时都可以做到与众不同。

7．新闻

News

考官：Let's talk about the news. Do you prefer to read newspapers or watch tv to keep up with the news?

我们来谈谈新闻。你更愿意通过看报纸还是看电视来了解新闻？









考生　Actually, neither. I following
 the news on internet and on Weibo. I mean, when something like a train accident occur
 , you can get photos and info straightaway on Weibo. But I also look
 some news websites, Chinese websites mainly, but also foreign ones like yahoo.com and basketball sites.





考官点评　英语中并没有I following的用法，应该改用一般现在时I follow，以表达经常性的习惯动作。主语a train accident是单数形式，所以谓语动词应是occurs。此外，考生应该说look at some news websites，少了介词at。整体来看，回答的内容不错，但语法方面会丢分。





考官：Why?

为什么？





考生　Well, I like to have different informations
 and reading yahoo.com, or sports websites from the US, is really good for my English.





考官点评　 information是不可数名词，不能在后面加s。这是中国考生会犯的一个普遍错误。如果没有这个错误，这段回答虽然简短，但还是很不错的。





考官：How important is it to you to be able to keep up with the news?

了解时事新闻对你来说有多重要？





考生　It's important. I mean, people need to know what's happen
 in the world. I'm only 20 now, but in a few years I will have a job and a wife and a child and I need to make good decisions so I need good information.





考官点评　动词happen要用现在进行时：what's happening。I will have a job用了一般将来时，用法正确。这一回答也很连贯、机智，但happen的时态用法错误属于基本错误，影响了整体分数。





一张嘴时态就出错，怎么办？

丹尼尔总评　很多考生有丰富的语法知识，但一到考试就变得很粗心。有什么对策？自己一个人的时候要进行说话训练，并且要经常训练，这是纠正基本语法错误的重要手段。考生可以经常用英语进行自我对话，也就是说给自己听，这样脑子中所想的和嘴上所说的之间的联系会逐渐得到加强，会越来越统一。

8．噪音

Noise
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考官：How do you feel if you have to work in a noisy place?

如果必须在喧闹的环境中工作，你会有什么感受？





考生　I don't like it; it makes me nervous and uncomfortable. Sometimes I get crazy because I cannot concentrate my
 work. Often we go to the library on campus because it is quite
 there.





考官点评　回答还算过得去，前后连贯，但动词concentrate的用法有错误，应该是concentrate on my work。另外，用go crazy会比get crazy好一点。再就是单词quite和quiet完全不同，不应该混淆。





考官：Are there any sounds that you particularly like or dislike?

你有特别喜欢或不喜欢的声音吗？





考生　I like the sound of birds singing, and the sound of kids laughing. Actually, there are a lot of sounds I like. Even the sound of the bus arriving in the morning. I mean it is an engine noise so it's not that pleasant but for me it's a reassuring sound because it means I won't be late to class!





考官点评　该考生对于词汇和语法都把握得很好。-ing形式使用得准确、到位。考生在engine前正确使用了an。engine和reassuring都是出彩的词汇。开头提到了鸟叫和孩子的笑声——有点落入俗套，但考生很快用汽车的声音这一新颖的说法来弥补。





考官：Do you think daily life is becoming more noisy?

你觉得日常生活变得比以前喧闹了吗？





考生　Definitely. I mean, there are more and more people living in this city and an incredible number of cars, so life is really noisy. People bang on their horns and shout. I guess the only way to escape from the city noise is to wear headphones and immerse yourself in your own music.





考官点评　该考生使用了一些高级词汇（incredible, bang on, horns, I guess, headphones, immerse yourself），分数有可能会达到7分或7分以上。尽管考生自始至终只用了一般现在时这一种时态，但有两个语法正确的复杂句子。回答连贯从容，各方面都把握得不错。





第一部分在词汇和语法方面有哪些需要注意的地方？

陈老师总评　考官会注意到你使用的词汇和语法，即使在第一部分也是如此。你不必故意使用很长的单词或很复杂的语法，只要准确、多变就可以。在日常生活中经常进行细致的观察对回答这类问题非常有用。





以下9—12话题的回答都能达到7分。

9．游泳

Swimming





考官：Let's move on to talk about swimming. Did you learn to swim when you were a child?

我们来谈谈游泳吧。你小时候学过游泳吗？





考生　Yes, I did, when I was about eight. I remember, my mum took me to the swimming pool every week. I think the class was on Wednesday, and the instructor was really nice. He encouraged me a lot. At first I could only swim like, like a dog and then I learnt to do the, you know, the…the… a different style. If I have free time, I always swim. It helps me to relax myself
 .





考官点评　回答比较流利，在这一部分，考官可能会给6分。回忆以I remember开始，与前面连贯得很自然。语法没有错误，特别是正确使用了一般过去时（did, took, was, encouraged, learned），可惜犯了一个错误：relax myself（在汉语中，我们说“自我放松”，但在英语中relax后面不加oneself）。词汇还不够丰富。考生知道instructor这个单词，但不知道crawl或freestyle（自由泳）怎么说。





以下是含relax的正确句子：

•　I like to relax.

我喜欢放松。

•　It helps them to relax.

这让他们很放松。

•　Students need to relax a bit after a long week of study.

学生在漫长的一周的学习后需要放松一下。

•　I spent the whole weekend relaxing.

我整个周末都在休息。





考官：Do you think it's important for children to learn to swim?

你认为学会游泳对小孩重要吗？





考生　Yes, I do. I think there's something a bit scary about water, at least at the beginning, so it's good for kids to get over that fear and discover that they can swim. It helps them build their confidence… and it's a great sport for people who want to build their bodies, and stay slim. You know, that is important for us, especially for girls.





考官点评　回答得很流利，发音也很清晰。考生开始感觉放松后，回答得自然就更好了。这表示分数会超过6分。语法把握得很好，没有错误。还使用了一些很好的表达，如scary，get over that fear，build their confidence，build their bodies和stay slim。不过得8分的考生可能会用overcome that fear。





考官：Would you prefer to swim in a pool or in the sea?

你更喜欢在游泳池还是海里游泳？





考生　A lot of people prefer to swim, prefer swimming in pools because they think it's more safe
 but I like the sea. You know, when I was a teenager, I used to go to Qingdao with my parents. My dad would always encourage me to go out further from the shore so I slowly got braver. If he hadn't pushed me, I guess I would have always stayed in the shallow water. But I love the sea. It's a great feeling being in the water.





考官点评　回答流利，思路清晰。考生在使用动词prefer时有点拿不定主意，出现了prefer to swim和prefer swimming两种说法，两者都正确。

语法把握得很好，使用的语法结构让人印象深刻，特别是条件句my dad would always encourage me和if he hadn't pushed me，I guess I would have always stayed in the shallow water的使用。如果没有漏洞的话，考官会给7分。但考生犯了一个小错误：more safe（单音节形容词的比较级在词尾加-er，不需要用more来修饰，如fatter，smaller，cleaner，safer等），但这并不影响她整体出色的语法表现。虽然这只是考试的第一部分，但这位考生为最终7分的成绩奠定了基础。





怎样让我的回答更有趣，更吸引考官？

丹尼尔总评　考试时最好能举一些例子。例子能让你的回答显得有趣，还可以用上丰富的词汇。想一想记忆中的事情，把你经历过的事说出来吧。

10．儿童

Children
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考官：Let's move on to talk about children. What kind of a child were you?

我们来谈谈小孩吧。你小时候是个什么样的小孩？





考生　I was a pretty happy-go-lucky, easygoing kind of kid, I suppose. I was lucky because there were a lot of kids in the hutong where I grew up and we all used to play together after school. We got up to a bit of trouble, like all kids… I remember we once lit a fi re with some old papers and couldn't put it out.





考官点评　语言流利连贯，可以得7分或8分。happy-go-lucky一词用得很好，很突出。在词汇和语法方面，考生使用了动词light的过去式lit，用法正确，且让人印象深刻。短语to put out a fi re和to get up to trouble用法正确。考生用了汉语拼音“hutong”，这完全可以接受，因为在英语中没有对应的单词。





考官：What kind of activities did you enjoy doing when you were a child?

你小时候喜欢什么样的活动？





考生　Well, I loved playing all sorts of games. We had one called zhuomicang; I think you say hide-and-seek in English. That was a lot of fun. And I liked sports at school; I played football and basketball. And we had hobbies too - one of my friends collected insects, for example, we used to spend hours looking at all those insects in their bottles… I mean jars.





考官点评　回答得很精彩。在词汇方面，insects，jars和hide-and-seek的使用比较突出。除此之外，其他词汇也很标准。尽管考生在停顿之后才说出单词jars，但他最终还是表达出来了，所以有可能得7分，但得8分还有点难度。语法把握得很好。动词时态单一，几乎都是一般过去时，但如果在考试的其他几个部分使用多种时态，那也是可以的。动名词playing all sorts of games的用法正确。





考官：How often do you spend time with children now?

你现在会花多少时间与孩子在一起？





考生　 Quite often, actually. Ummm, my parents are divorced and my dad remarried so I have a young brother. He's only seven. I hang out with him quite a bit. He's crazy about computer games which I don't think is very good but he also has a bike so we often go riding in the lanes around their house.





考官点评　语言流利自然，使用了话语标记actually。用词恰当，remarried以及lanes都比较突出。在语法方面，几乎所有的动词时态都是一般现在时，但这里是可以接受的。另外，还使用了动名词（go riding）。





考官：Do you think children's lives are changing nowadays?

你认为如今儿童的生活在改变吗？





考生　Yeah, a lot. Like my little brother, he's totally into computer games and if we let him, he would do that all day. He likes riding bikes but he is not really interested in sport. In my opinion he spends too much time inside hunched over a screen. I never did that when I was a kid. I guess he really is a product of the computer generation.





考官点评　语言依然流利自然。考生提到了之前说过的小弟弟，且使用了话语标记Yeah，in my opinion和I guess。在句子He's totally into computer games中，现代新出现的短语to be into用法正确。还用了一些让人印象深刻的特别表达，如hunched over a screen和product of the computer generation。在语法方面，考生这次把握得也很好，用了条件句if we let him, he would do that all day。考官肯定会注意到这些的。





平时我应该怎样提高自己的口语水平？

陈老师总评　阅读对于口语能力的提升至关重要！而这里说的阅读不是指一般意义上简单的浏览。如果只是看内容对口语是不会有太多帮助的，要一边看一边重点关注词汇和句型。经过一定时间的累积之后，可以对一定篇幅的文章进行口头复述或大意的概括。类似这样的训练可以有效改观语言表现力。因为这个过程不仅仅有信息、素材的累积，同时在复述的过程中还可以将阅读的内容转化成自己的语言，表达能力自然会得到提升。

11．时间管理

Time Management





考官：Let's move on to talk about how you manage your time. Are you good at organizing your time?

我们来谈谈你是怎么管理你的时间的。你擅长安排时间吗？





考生　Actually, I think I am, especially if I compare myself with some of my classmates who do everything at the last minute. I have a sort of instinct for planning. I think I get it from my dad. My parents never have to tell me to do my homework or anything. I plan it out myself.





考官点评　考生的回答有点偏离话题，拿自己和同学进行了比较。但这在谈话中很正常，并没有影响连贯性。流利连贯的回答中还用到了简单句和复合句。语法简单，但把握得好。





考官：What would you do if you had more free time?

如果有更多的空闲时间，你会做什么？





考生　If I had more free time, I would watch more movies, go out more, have more fun. I think young people in China spend too much time studying. You know most of my classmates are in their twenties, and we all have to study like crazy, including the IELTS test. I think we should be enjoying ourselves more. It's so tough in China, so competitive… You know, some of us, we are going to reach thirty and have a job and a career and a family and maybe a kid, and maybe we'll turn round and say, where has my youth gone?! So much pressure, and then so much responsibility, haha. It's terrible!





考官点评　有了这段回答，考生得7分的可能性就很大。语法正确，而且结构多样，使用了条件句（If I had more free time, I would watch more movies…）、动名词（spend too much time studying和should be enjoying）、两种类型的将来时态（we are going to reach thirty和maybe we'll turn round…）和一个现在完成时（where has my youth gone）。精彩的词组有study like crazy和turn round and say。形容词competitive也不错，如果考生能把这个音发正确的话，得分会更高。

整体来说，回答流利连贯，观点坚定清晰。





考官如果不同意我的观点，是不是会不利于我的分数？

丹尼尔总评　要以积极的态度面对考试。对话题要有自己的想法，并且自信地表达出来。考官是否同意你的观点，其实并不重要，重要的是你如何把自己的观点很好地表达出来。

12．天气

Weather
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考官：Let's talk about the weather now. What is your favourite kind of weather?

我们现在来谈谈天气吧。你最喜欢什么样的天气？





考生　Wow, that's not easy. I know what I don't like which is really hot weather like we have in Beijing in July and August but, apart from that, I like everything. I like spring and autumn but I also like winter. I like being out in the cold with a scarf and gloves and warm clothes and then getting home and drinking a lovely hot cup of soup.





考官点评　语言流利连贯。考生开始讲了自己不喜欢的天气，但后面就开始围绕着问题谈论，回答得很好。最后一句非常精彩——考生举例并描述了冬天寒冷的画面，这让考生有充分的机会来展示词汇，如scarf，gloves，hot cup of soup。短语apart from that用得很好，也可作为连接词。动词like的重复使用并没有显得考生词汇不丰富，反而显得很自然。

语法把握得很好，时态主要是一般现在时，动名词用得很好，如being out，getting home和drinking。





考官：Is there any kind of weather that you don't like?

有没有什么样的天气是你不喜欢的？





考生　Yes, like I said, I hate the summer in Beijing. It's so hot. I don't like sleeping with the air condition
 . And sometimes the pollution is really thick and just stays
 in the air. It's bad for your health. A couple of summers ago, my parents have let
 me go to Harbin in July and that was fantastic. The weather was more gentle
 . There is a place there called Taiyang Dao and it's really great to hang out there in summer. The temperature is perfect and there are so many things you can do.





考官点评　回答连贯，但有好几处错误，可能会使考生拿不到7分。用得比较好的词汇有hate，pollution和perfect，但air condition是错的，正确的说法是air conditioner，不过更好一点的说法是：I don't like sleeping with the air conditioning on。stays in the air中的动词stays不算错，但要想得7分或8分，最好用hangs。另外，如果用mild来描述天气会比gentle更地道。

语法基础扎实，但more gentle这一错误让人惊讶（应为gentler），这是7分的考生不应犯的错误。有一个动词时态有错误，应该是：my parents let me go to Harbin，因为发生在过去的时间。注意动词let的动词原形、过去式和过去分词都是let。现在考官可能认为该考生只能得6分，但后来的优秀表现很有可能会改变考官的看法。





考官：Do you think the weather is changing in China?

你认为中国的天气在发生变化吗？





考生　Sure, the weather is always changing. We have four seasons… Oh, you mean climate change? Yeah, definitely. I think the summers are more wet
 now in the north of China and the winters are not so cold. I guess it must be because of climate change… I saw a documentary on tv that said the glaciers in the west of China are gradually disappearing. They showed photos taken about 100 years ago and compared them with now. You could really see the difference. It's terrible. You know, some people say that Shanghai would be wiped out if the sea level rises!





考官点评　回答说服力强、语言连贯。在语法方面，考生又犯了一个形容词比较级的错误，more wet应是wetter。除此以外，其他语法知识都把握得很好，语法结构多变。考生使用了情态动词：you could really see…和多种动词时态，如一般现在时（I think…）、现在进行时（the weather is always changing…和gradually disappearing…）和一般过去时（I saw…）。条件句would be wiped out…和过去分词taken的使用也正确。

在词汇方面，考生谈到了电视纪录片，这样就有机会用上很多很棒的词来介绍。考生在流畅度、词汇和发音方面的得分都为7分，但语法得分在6到7分之间。考官在第二部分和第三部分会认真聆听，因为需要进一步的根据确定最后的分数。





第一部分不重要，我不需要用心回答吧？

陈老师总评　不可否认，这个考生的表现很好。生动的细节描述、真实的个人情感和少量的语法错误，结合在一起肯定能让考官仔细聆听并做笔记（尽管他或她会尽量避免让考生看到）。这位考生在第一部分的热身做得很好，并为第二部分和第三部分做好了准备。

第1节　让考官告诉你：原创回答得高分

Use Your Own Words and Ideas

丹尼尔

Having a degree from a foreign university is very good for a person's cv, right?

获得过国外大学的学位可以为一个人的简历添彩，对吧？

陈老师

Absolutely. We call it "gilding". Also, if students go overseas, they can improve their English and gain experience of foreign cultures…

当然。我们称之为“镀金”。而且，如果学生到了国外，他们还能提高英语水平，体验国外文化……

丹尼尔

What bothers me is that a lot of IELTS candidates are not preparing themselves for the test, or for overseas study, in the right way.

What's the problem? Too many memorized answers? Vocabulary too limited?

Hang on a sec. You're not saying there is no such thing as a language error, are you?! I mean, students make grammatical mistakes, or mispronounce things or use the wrong connecting device…

等一下，你的意思不是说语言错误并不存在，对吗？我是说学生会犯语法错误，会发错音或误用连接词……

丹尼尔

Of course. What I mean is that there are no right answers in a conversation! If I say, "What do you think of the movie Avatar?"there is no right answer.

当然不是。我的意思是考官与考生的对话中并不存在正确答案！如果我问你：“你觉得《阿凡达》这部电影怎么样？”这个问题是没有正确答案的。

陈老师

Sure.

当然。

丹尼尔

If you like Avatar, fine. If you don't, fine. It's your opinion. What's important is the way you reply. Your answer might be very brief and fail to demonstrate any real linguistic skill, like "Not bad" or "It was great". On the other hand, your answer could be original and demonstrate some great vocabulary, like "Actually, I thought it was crap. I mean, the special effects are pretty amazing but the storyline is utterly puerile
〔1〕

 …"

你喜欢《阿凡达》也好，不喜欢也罢，都是你的个人观点。重要的是你的回答方式。你的回答可能比较简短，没有展现出真正的语言能力，比如“不错”或“太棒了”。另一方面，你的观点可能会很独到，并能展现出丰富的词汇，比如“事实上，我认为很糟糕。我的意思是，特效是相当震撼的，但故事情节太俗套……”

陈老师

You mean it doesn't matter whether the candidate liked the film or not, but how well they can talk about it.

你的意思是，考生喜不喜欢这部电影不重要，重要的是他们的观点表达得好不好。

丹尼尔

Exactly. Take the candidate who is asked "Do you think that people can have a better lifestyle in the countryside or in the city". The candidate replies, "Well, I think there are two types of people that live in the countryside—poor people who have always lived there and rich people who are making a lifestyle choice".

Sounds good. "Lifestyle choice" is a nice vocabulary item.

Yeah, it would have been "a good answer", but the examiner realizes that the candidate has memorized that answer at an IELTS school. The examiner has already heard that exact same sentence three or four times that month from other candidates.

是的，这本来是一个“不错的回答”。但考官发现考生是在雅思培训学校背诵了这样的回答，因为考官在当月内已经从其他考生那里听到过三四次一模一样的回答了。

陈老师

I see. So if candidates memorize the same sentences, the examiner gets annoyed, right?

了解了。所以如果考生都记住了相同的句子，考官就会很恼火，对吧？

丹尼尔

Yep. It's like the candidate is trying to trick them.

是的，就好像考生是在试图欺骗他们一样。

陈老师

Because the candidates are not thinking for themselves?

是因为考生自己并没有思考吗？

丹尼尔

That's it. The examiner is a Westerner raised in a tradition that values critical thinking. They appreciate candidates who are willing to engage in a discussion. A candidate who just trots out memorized sentences is cheating.

正是如此。考官是西方人，从小成长的环境就有重视批判性思维的传统。他们会欣赏愿意融入谈话的考生。考生仅仅重复那些背诵过的语句是在作弊。

陈老师

Don't forget that, when they were at junior school and middle school, the students were expected to listen while the teachers talked. So the habit of speaking out is less developed in China. Also, the candidates need to learn phrases for the test to build up their fluency and vocabulary, and to make themselves feel safer and more confident.

不过不要忘了，他们上小学和中学时，老师讲课他们只能机械地听。所以中国的学生并没有养成大胆表达个人观点的习惯。而且，考生还要为了考试学习词汇和短语，以提高自己语言的流畅度、扩大词汇量，这样他们才能感到更踏实和自信一点。

丹尼尔

I realize that. Learning words and phrases is OK, but not whole paragraphs! Students have to realize that parroting things they have learnt by heart is not going to work if they want a high score in the IELTS exam.

我意识到了这一点。学习单词和短语是可以的，但不是整段整段地学！学生应该意识到，雅思考试时单纯背诵他们学过的东西并不会让他们得高分。

陈老师

How do you mean?

你的意思是？

丹尼尔

In a Western university, you are expected to think critically, as an individual. Students learn by heart lots of useful things at school in China. But when they prepare the IELTS, they need a different method.

在西方大学里，作为一个独立的个人，你应该具有批判性思考的能力。中国学生在学校会背诵很多有用的知识。但在准备考雅思时，他们需要换一种方法。

陈老师

No right answers, no memorized answers.

没有正确答案，不要死记硬背。

丹尼尔

Yes. In a test like the IELTS, there are no "right answers", just a huge range of "possible answers", some interesting, some dull, some witty, some surprising, some full of clichés.

是的，在雅思这样的考试中，是没有“正确答案”的，只会有多种多样的回答，有些有趣，有些无聊，有些机智，有些出人意料，有些则是老生常谈。

陈老师

So, if students say what they think, they will make a better impression on the examiner and also be preparing themselves for university study.

所以，如果学生们说出自己的想法，他们就会给考官留下更好的印象，也能为进入大学学习做好准备。

丹尼尔

Yup. Students should use their own words and ideas.

是的，学生应该用自己的语言，表达自己的想法。

陈老师

No memorization?

不能有背诵的语句？

丹尼尔

The problem with memorized sentences is that they stop you communicating. With memorized sentences, candidates will struggle to get past 5. They will be stuck in what we call the "5 quagmire"!

如果用背诵的句子回答问题，你就无法与考官进行有效的交流，而且很难突破5分。他们就会困在我们所说的“5分泥潭”中！

陈老师

But students still need to practise…

但学生还是需要练习呀……

丹尼尔

Sure, they definitely need to practise. But they also need to reply as individuals, saying what they think. The examiner expects it. And Western universities are looking for the capacity to think critically. They focus on individual intelligence, not on the "right answers".

是的，他们当然需要练习。但他们更需要进行独立思考，表达自己的看法。考官希望听到这样的回答。西方大学也希望接收能进行批判性思考的人。他们注重的是个人才智，而非“正确答案”。

陈老师

So students have to be original.

所以学生的回答必须是他们自己的想法。

丹尼尔

Yes, there are no "right answers". Students have to come up with an original, personal answer! Students will never achieve a 7 if they just memorize set answers.

是的，“正确答案”是不存在的。学生必须给出一个自己思考出的回答！如果只是背诵固定答案的话，他们永远也得不了7分。

第2节　第二部分闯关秘技

Keys for Success in Part Two

雅思口语的评分标准之一是“语言的流畅度和连贯性”。而这一标准在第二部分的考试中显得尤其重要，因为你要针对考官给出的一个话题连续发言两分钟！因此，在第五章的第一节《标准一：语言的流畅度和连贯性》中，我们会以“电影”这一话题为例，重点讲解如何在第二部分展现出流畅和连贯的语言。
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在本章中，我们除了通过分析真实案例，向你展现第二部分获取高分的重要因素以外，还会教你从容应对第二部分的方法，那就是全面应用本书附赠的《流利口语训练手册》。

要想流畅地表达，前提是你要有自己的想法。其次，你要具备丰富的词汇，这样才能避免考试时因在头脑中费力寻找合适词汇而出现停顿和卡壳。

我们设计《流利口语训练手册》的目的就是能让你拓展词汇并提升语言的流畅度。手册中囊括了70个口语话题，其中有一些曾经在以前的雅思口语考试中出现过。但这本手册绝非一个罗列话题的册子那么简单，其中的话题都经过了我们的精心编排，还包含了一些从未在考试中出现过的“图画描述”和“自我想象”的话题。

为什么我们不是只单纯列出以前考过的雅思话题呢？因为这样无益于你拓展词汇和改善语言的流畅度。为什么呢？我们有以下三点理由：

1．考试的话题经常更新，以前考过的题很快就会作废；

2．考生多半会抱着消极和侥幸的心理去练习这些话题，而不是把它们当成能提高自己语言水平的工具；

3．我们编排这些话题的目的并非是对考生进行“填鸭”教学，而是向你们展示如何拓展词汇，如何使自己的语言更流畅。

而一旦语言能力有所提高，你就可以自如地应对有可能呈现在你面前的任何一个话题了。

请记住，在第二部分中，词汇＋观点＋流畅＝成功！

第3节　知识面要广——考官点评真实案例

A Good Case Study

优秀考生能够运用丰富的词汇，在第二部分无论遇到什么话题都能流利地表达自己的观点，包括福岛核泄漏事件。而且，他们会每天看时事或听新闻，了解世界上正在发生的事情。

这意味着当他们拿到第二部分的话题卡时，脑海中立刻会浮现出很多想法。只要经常进行流畅度训练，就能将许多高级词汇运用到句子中，并能够使用各种不同的动词时态和条件句。

在第二部分开始前，考官会先说明题目要求，例如：“And now here's your topic. I'd like you to talk about a news story that interested you.”

以福岛核泄漏事件为例，考生在话题卡上写下了下面这些单词：

A news story1
 that really impressed me in 2011 was about the nuclear disaster in Japan, in Fukushima. Um, I remember2
 very clearly that night, when the news came out, I was at a bar in Shuang jing, and we started getting news. People were receiving3
 news on their phones. Some people were trying… onto the net. They were going online, and I know my first reaction was to call my mum and to ask her to close the windows in the house and also I remember4

 some traces of radiation in vegetables. But I mean it was an absolutely terrible disaster and the Japanese people were… Actually my dad has been to Sendai. It's so heavily9
 populated… The whole of Japan, it's not a very big country in terms of landmass, but it's got a big population, and people were overwhelmed10
 . That tsunami, terrible… The farmers that lived in that area, I mean they couldn't leave their land because otherwise who would feed their animals and so they just had to kind of sit there and hope for the best. So it was a terrible disaster, and of course it has made people all around the world much more cautious about nuclear power… Um, I saw on CCTV 9 that people in Europe11
 are worried about nuclear power at the moment too, and they want to get rid of their nuclear reactors.

考官点评

1）注意news和story要连读。

2）表示要结合个人的经历来谈论，增加了生动性及可信度。

3）进行时态是中国学生时常忘记使用的时态。

4）一句话中进行不同时态的转换，可以起到放慢语速的作用。

5）you know用来填充思维出现的短暂空白。

6）不关注新闻就很难积累到radiation（放射）这样的词汇。

7）rather than表示转折，这种表达对中国学生来说比较新颖。

8）there be句型和完成时态的结合，表示一种客观事物已存在一段时间。

9）表示程度严重的时候，heavily是比较合适的选择。另外，“大雨”是heavy rain而不是big rain。

10）overwhelm表示受到了程度比较大的打击，同时具有强调结果很严重的意味。

11）说明该考生兴趣面很广，因为他不仅知道福岛的情况，也知道其他国家对此事的反应。





译文　2011年，给我留下了深刻印象的新闻是发生在日本福岛的核泄漏事件。我清晰地记得在事件发生的当晚，我正在双井附近的一家酒吧里。我们开始看相关的新闻。有人通过手机接收信息，有人上网追踪事件的进展。我记得我的第一反应是给我妈妈打电话，让她关上房间的窗户。我还记得我发短信给我的好朋友，她有一个弟弟。我告诉她快上网看新闻，日本也许发生了核泄漏事件。当然我们在中国还是比较幸运的。我指的是，强风把大量的放射物吹到了海洋里，而不是我们这里。但在中国依然发现蔬菜有受辐射的痕迹。这真是一场惨重的灾难，日本人太……其实我父亲去过仙台，那里的人口非常稠密。整个日本从陆地面积来看，不是一个很大的国家，但人口密度很大。人们都被击垮了。这场海啸真是太严重了……住在那里的农民们不能离开他们的家园，否则就没有人照看他们的家畜，所以他们只能留在那里祈祷，往最好的方面想。这真是一场可怕的灾难，使得全世界的人们对开发核能变得更加小心谨慎。我在中央九台看到，当时欧洲人也很担心核能问题，想废除核反应堆。
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丹尼尔点评　考生是如何应对这一话题的呢？他谈到了自己对该事故的反应、灾难对中国潜在的影响、灾难对日本人的影响以及可能对欧洲产生的影响。

要做到这些，考生平时就要积累大量的信息。考生是在福岛核事故发生后参加雅思口语考试的，所以对这个事件并不陌生，仍记得风将放射物吹入了海洋，并在中国的蔬菜中检测出了核辐射物（traces of radiation让人印象深刻）。显然考生也了解日本农民处理灾后影响的困境，以及灾难对他们生活的影响。日本不是一个大国，仙台市靠近福岛，这都是常识，所以考生知道这一点。考生还意识到，考试中可能会问到欧洲核安全的问题，所以也进行了准备。





陈老师点评　对自己所表达的内容加入个人的情感（emotion），这样的语言更容易让听者产生共鸣（resonance）。细节的描述可以有效说明陈述者对话题的了解，也增添了诸多鲜活的因素。

第4节　内容要生动——考官点评真实案例

A Good Case Study

考官提出的要求是：“And now here's your topic. I'd like you to talk about a book that you have read and that you would like to read again.”话题卡上的描述是：You should say what the book was about, what you know about the writer, what you liked or disliked about the book and why you would like to read it again.

考生在卡片上记下了下面几个单词：

Well, the book I would like to talk about is a book called Gossip Girl. Maybe you know it's also a tv series, but I read the book. I read the book in English. I think that was good for me because it helped me develop my vocabulary. Because there was quite a lot of words I didn't know, I had to look them in my dictionary. Anyway, it's a book about some young people living in New York and the life they have. It is a kind of luxury life really. You know, it's very different from the life we have in China. And also it talks about their families and especially their romances, their relationships, and some of them have secrets from the past. You know, the characters like Serena and Blair, they're much more open than people in China. I guess in some ways I felt sort of envy for the girls because they have so much freedom to do what they want. But in other ways I didn't like their life very much, their decisions. I guess I am more traditional. I don't remember who the writer was. It's a woman. I guess I just remember the characters, especially Serena and Dan. He is a kind of good person but he gets involved in things and it's complicated. I'm not sure that I would read it again because I can always watch the tv version. Maybe I would try to read another book, because that can help me to know more words and knowledge, and also to know more about foreign culture.

考官点评

•　语法知识的广度：只用了一般现在时、一般过去时和几个情态动词。

•　语法准确度：非常准确，只有look them应改为look them up。

•　用词：用了一些很好的词汇，如luxury life，romances，relationship，secrets，envy和freedom。形容词和副词用得不多，介词和代词能够做到准确使用。

•　错误率：低





丹尼尔总评：

该考生在第二部分表现得很好。她阅读过英文原著，语法正确，语言流利，用到了一些比较高级的词汇。但她没有过多谈论这本书。总体来看，她的分数可能为7分。

第5节　跟考官学练70话题

How to Practise 70 Topics

一、丹尼尔的“六步汉语练习法”

Daniel's Method for Learning Chinese

我们大多数人的英语水平是高于丹尼尔的中文水平的。但身为雅思考官的丹尼尔可是个技术型的语言学习者。下面我们一起来了解一下他是如何练习陈述“一个你想去的临海之处”这一话题的。

第一步：写词汇

在60秒内，他快速在话题卡上写下了一些他需要的词汇，其中有一些他只知道英文，不知道对应的中文表达。

第二步：口头练习

他用录音机录下了自己所说的内容，这段话共持续了两分零一秒：

去年我去了青岛，跟我的女儿和我的朋友。我们在青岛两个礼拜，是一个非常美丽的地方。有一个很大的海滩，我们喜欢在青岛每年放假，因为我们都喜欢游泳。我的女儿一点害怕大涛，所以在青岛对她是很安全，她很高兴。别的东西在青岛是一个非常有意思的事，是他们的海菜，海菜非常好。我们都喜欢吃鱼，吃虾，这样的海菜我们都喜欢吃，所以很高兴在青岛。每天我们很早起床，然后吃早饭，然后去海滩玩儿。我们都有美丽的游泳的衣服，在北京买了，所以在海滩很高兴。有很多人，但是我看了一个东西，是在青岛中国人一点害怕去很远……因为我的游泳很厉害，所以我可以游泳很远。没有别人，我是一个人在这里，是非常有意思。

第三步：反馈及改善

丹尼尔将录下的音频文件发给他的中文老师，老师给出了如下的反馈：

•　出现了一系列语法错误，尤其是在语序方面，比如在中国我们不说“我去了青岛跟我的女儿和我的朋友”，而是“我跟我的女儿和朋友去了青岛”；

•　表达不够准确，不应该说“我可以游泳很远”，而是“我可以游得很远”；

•　词汇不够准确，不是“中国人一点害怕”，而是“中国人有点害怕”；

•　发音不是很准确，但是是可以理解的。最明显的发音错误是“去”年的“去”，应该发四声；

•　词汇错误：不是“大涛”，而是“大浪”或者“大的海浪”；

•　词汇错误：我们很喜欢吃“海鲜”，而不是“海菜”；

•　词汇错误：汉语中不说“游泳的衣服”，而是“泳装”。

第四步：拓展词汇

丹尼尔在得到反馈后，就在词汇扩展图中添加了新的词汇和拼音。他花了些时间将词汇分成组，加上音调，还添加了一些新的内容，如下图所示（图中的阿拉伯数字代表他标注的汉语声调）：
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第五步：再次练习

丹尼尔运用新的词汇再次练习了这个话题，并努力避免“很高兴”、“有意思”、“在青岛”这样的表达重复出现太多次。同时，他还努力纠正“去年”的发音。在这次的练习中，他用上了更多的词汇，语言更流畅，语序也更正确了。

第六步：第三次练习

丹尼尔又进行了第三次练习，这次他没有再看手册上记录的词汇，并努力提高语速，使语言更加流利。之后他将录下的音频文件取名为“青岛-5月23日”，存入电脑。

Six Steps

在运用《流利口语训练手册》时，首先需要用头脑风暴的方式思考和话题有关的词汇，随后录下你的陈述，在了解到自己的不足后，用更快的语速将同样的话题再说一遍，接下来就可以进入下个话题。以下是具体的操作步骤：

第一步：记录词汇

在手册上准备第二部分话题所需要的词汇，注意以下几点：

•　写出你能想到的所有词汇和短语，如果对词汇比较熟，尽量直接写英文；如果你不知道英文怎么说，可以写中文

•　从词典上查到对应的英文

•　好好学习那些词汇

第二步：口头练习

仔细听陈述，听时要注意你卡壳的地方多吗？是不是有的单词发音发错了？是不是有的词汇想不起来了？重复的地方多吗？有没有语法错误？是不是还有一些中文找不到对应的英文单词？最好能找你的老师或英文好的朋友和你一起检查。

第四步：拓展词汇

在手册的词汇扩展图中，扩展与该话题相关的词汇及表达法。

第五步：再次练习

再练习一遍这个话题。这次的目标是减少卡壳，使你的表述更加流畅和快速，调整发音和节奏，并努力运用更丰富的词汇。

第六步：第三次练习

第三次练习同样的话题。这次不要看手册上的词汇，看看自己是不是能连续说两分钟，尽量多说一些内容，多用一些词汇。

完成以上步骤后就可以进入下一个话题了。记住，如果你能充分运用手册练习，当你练习第二遍时，就说明你已经有过练习70个话题的经验了。那时的你可能已经养成了优秀的学习习惯，而且口语也应该非常流利了。

第4章　考官教你征服第三部分

IELTS Speaking





雅思口语考试的最后一部分是讨论，大概持续五分钟左右。讨论的内容与第二部分的话题有关。考官会问考生4—10个问题来展开讨论。
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第三部分的考试非常关键。考生无法预测这部分会提出的问题，因此单凭记忆回答是没有用的，而且在任何时候都不是一个好的选择。事实上，在第一部分和第二部分凭死记硬背的内容来回答的考生一般在第三部分的表现最差。如果考官认为你回答的内容是背的，他们就会揭开你的“真面目”。

事实上，第三部分才是真正的对话，就像你突然降落在一个陌生的大陆会遇到的情境。优秀的学生在这个部分将有机会展示他们过人的水平——丰富的词汇、正面回答考官提出的问题、用连贯的语言机智作答、熟练运用多种动词时态，且在回答问题时有独特的想法、新颖的角度，语言自然流畅。

如果你按照本书中介绍的方法认真练习的话，第三部分就会变得非常简单。

I have a question for you this time… How much attention do your teachers pay to Part 3 when they are helping you to prepare for the exam?

For the examiner, Part 3 is the most important part. It is the first time the examiner is able to get away from scripted questions to probe the candidate's real level.

You mean Part 3 is more important than Parts 1 and 2?

But what must a candidate do to get a good score in the discussion?

Well, think about what the verb "discuss" means. Look up your dictionary. The key ideas are:"argument", "consider", "comment", "explore solutions", "debate".

So?

It means that the examiner and the candidate go beyond personal information to consider things in a more general way. The candidates need to be able to make an argument, ie to present an opinion. They need to be able to talk about different solutions and comment on them. So candidates need a good level of general knowledge. They need to have opinions.

这意味着考官和考生应抛开各自的身份，用一种更为常规的方式来考虑问题。考生必须能够提出一个论点，也就是说出观点。他们应该能够说出不同的解决方案并进行评论。这样考生就需要拥有广阔的知识面，脑子里要有想法。





考生

Can the candidate refer to their personal experience in the Part 3 discussion?

Sure, but that's not enough. They need to be able to deal with ideas in a more general way. For example, instead of saying "I think pollution is a problem because it makes me cough", they should say, "I think pollution is a huge problem in China because it has such long-term effects on people's health, and on their environment."

What do you mean by "engage"?

I mean that the candidate should look at the examiner, listen to their questions, reply, enjoy confronting their viewpoint with the examiner's. That's the way conversation actually happens between people, particularly in Western countries.

Is the discussion in Part 3 always linked to the Part 2 topic?

So if the candidate had to describe somebody's wedding in Part 2, then the discussion in Part 3 would be about marriage.

Yes, something related to weddings and marriage: maybe wedding trends, or the way married people share responsibilities, or even the importance of marriage for society. There's a bunch of examples later in the chapter.

What other things might the examiner ask about weddings or marriage?

The examiner might ask about whether it is better to have a big wedding or a small wedding or about trends concerning honeymoons. They might say, "In China, where do newly-married couples like to go for their honeymoon?" And after the candidate replies, the examiner might ask, "Are those customs changing?"

How should a candidate react if the examiner interrupts them?

Examiners will interrupt if they think that the answer is memorized, or if it is becoming repetitive, or if the candidate starts to dry up, or if there is some aspect of the candidate's response that generates in their mind another question or another angle on the topic. Also, they want to see how well the candidate copes with interruptions and new questions.

Well, that's hard for me to imagine but it is important for candidates to keep their energy level high - eye contact, gesture, intonation, general animation - even if the examiner appears to be losing interest. Candidates can log onto www. ieltsyes.net to watch video material about this…

第2节　第三部分闯关秘技

10 Ways to Improve Your Discussion Technique

与考官讨论时需要什么样的技巧、策略和方式？

融入与考官的讨论意味着要具备以下的能力。
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1．有自己的想法。在讨论中，你要学会表达自己的观点。可以通过阅读书籍和了解时事新闻来拓宽思维，也可以使用本书配套的《流利口语训练手册》记录自己感兴趣的话题，还可以和同学、朋友进行头脑风暴训练，与老师、家人交谈想法！

2．不要忽略容易被人理解的想法。有一些轻而易举就能展开讨论的方法。你可以谈论一个趋势的利弊，也可以讨论一种情况是如何随着时间而变化：过去怎样，未来又可能如何。你可以对比中国某个地区与另一地区的情况，或对比中国与外国的情况。可以举例子，也可以预测。

3．知识面要广而不必深。留意身边发生的事情，注意你就读的大学、生活的城市和社区或中国正在发生的事情，了解其他国家人们身上发生的事情。你不需要深入了解，只需知道大概即可。这样，口语考试时无论遇到什么话题，你都不会茫然不知所措。

You don't need deep knowledge, just some sense of what is going on.



4．进行必要的阐明。如果你对考官问的问题不是很清楚，可以询问考官，请求阐明清楚问题。比如如果在谈论食物，考官说：“你认为食品安全是个很重要的问题吗？”你可以问：“你是说在中国吗？”然后考官可能会说：“是的，中国，但也可以说说普遍现象。”这样你就可以在中国食品安全方面展开叙述，也可以大致谈谈食品安全对各国人民的重要性。

5．回答要有原创性。西方的教育体系非常重视原创性、创造性和想象力。在雅思口语考试中，你自己的想法所体现出来的价值远远超过你从书上读到或背下的内容。

6．为自己的观点辩护。你不仅仅需要表达观点，还要能够为自己的观点辩护。讨论中总会出现不同的观点。考官可能会质疑你的观点，或提到与你的观点相反的内容。不要认为这是人身攻击。相反，这是你展开讨论、承认考官的某些观点的绝佳机会。不要屈服，坚持自己的观点，进一步展开论述，也可以举出你熟知的例子或你的亲身经历。
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7．扩大词汇量。有想法是一回事，能用英语把自己的想法有效表达出来是另外一回事。定期浏览本书配套的《流利口语训练手册》中记录的观点和词汇，以增加你的词汇量。

8．争取时间。开始回答前可以使用一些语气词，比如well, actually或mmmm。在现实生活中，人们对话时也经常会用语气词。考试时，使用这些词可以给你争取一点考虑的时间。你也可以说：“That's quite a difficult question”或“That's a tricky question”或“Well, in my opinion…”但不要过多地使用。

在第三部分中，考官提问题的角度大致可分为以下四个类型。每个问题下面都给出了一位考生的回答供参考。这些回答都是高分回答，无论是在思路还是语法、词汇方面，都有值得学习之处。请认真学习和练习，切忌全段背诵！

第一类

社会和商业趋势：过去、现在和将来

Social and Business Trends: Current or Past Situation, Predictions About the Future





考官　You said that a lot of people have migrated to cities in China over the last two decades. Will this trend continue in the future or will people start to move back to the countryside?

你提到在过去的二十年中，中国有很多人迁移到了城市。请问这种趋势将来会持续下去还是人们会开始迁回农村？





考生　Well, I am no expert in urban planning or demographics or anything, but I can't see why this trend will stop. I mean, all over the world, countries are becoming more urbanized, I guess because there are more opportunities in the cities, and resources are concentrated there. Take education, for example, which is very important to Chinese people. The educational opportunities are much better in the cities than in the countryside. So I think people from the countryside will continue to migrate to the cities in China. Basically, they are in pursuit of a better life, and they associate better living with being in a city.





考官　These days more and more Chinese students are going overseas to study. What are the reasons for this trend? Will it continue in the future?

如今有越来越多的中国学生去海外留学。这一趋势的原因是什么？未来还会继续下去吗？





考生　Well, I think there is a general perception among Chinese students that universities in the West are often better places to study. The educational methods are different. They leave more space for creativity and personal responsibility. And of course students in foreign countries get a fantastic opportunity to improve their English. As for the future, well, I think this trend is going to continue for quite a while… It's such an eye-opening experience for students to live abroad for a few years.





考官　You said that advertising is present everywhere in China. Do you think this situation will change in the future?

你提到中国现在铺天盖地都是广告。你认为这种情况将来会改变吗？





考生　I guess it is possible that it could change because last year, for example, the Government banned advertising from soap operas on tv at certain times. But I'm not really sure that it will change much. I think modern technology makes it much easier for advertisers to target people: you get SMS messages on your phone, people ring you at home, and there are billboards everywhere, even electronic ones in the subway, so it is really hard to get away from advertising. I think it is increasing, in fact.





考官　With the rise of e-books, do you think that paper books will eventually disappear?

随着电子书的兴起，你认为纸质书会逐渐消失吗？





考生　I suppose one day they will but it will take a while! Lots of people I know, and not just old people, really like to handle a real book, I mean a book made out of paper. They f ind it more satisfying in some way. They like holding a book in their hands when they are reading in bed. But I guess e-books are definitely the future. Already so many people read on iPads and stuff like that, or on their phones, so I guess if we look fifty years from now, there will be very few people reading books, and they will all use some kind of electronic gadget.

第二类

问题：产生原因和解决方法

Problems: Causes and Solutions





考官　What are the main causes of traffic congestion in cities? What can governments do to reduce these problems?

城市交通拥堵的主要原因是什么？政府可以采取哪些措施来缓解这些问题？





考生　Well, in Beijing, the main cause of congestion is that we have too many cars! I read somewhere that the number of cars in Beijing has doubled in just five years! And I guess the roads are just not adapted to all these extra cars…It's really a problem. You know, the Beijing government keeps extending the subway system. There's lots of new lines, but that doesn't completely solve the problem because there are just too many people in Beijing. I think the government has to institute some kind of tax on cars, or make people pay to drive in the city centre or something, otherwise the problem will just get worse.





考官　You said that the population of China is getting older. What are the consequences of this trend? What problems does it cause?

你提到中国人口正在老龄化。这一趋势会带来什么结果？会产生哪些问题？





考生　In a way, having so many old people is a burden on the country. I mean, old people consume more healthcare, for example, and they are not productive, at least not in economic terms. That is one of the main consequences. The Government has to spend more money to look after all the old people which means that there is less money for other things. But, on the other hand, old people spend money - for example on travel - so that helps the economy.





考官　According to Government statistics, there are more and more overweight people in China. What are the reasons for this? What can the Government do to combat this trend?

根据政府的统计数据，中国的肥胖人口越来越多。造成这种情况的原因是什么？政府可以采取哪些措施来阻止这一发展趋势？





考生　I think one of the main reasons for this is Western fast food, like McDonald's and KFC. A lot of young kids are kind of addicted to that kind of food, which is not healthy, and it makes them fat. Also, kids are so busy studying that they don't do enough sport. I know it's not just children that are putting on weight, but I think they are the group we should pay most attention to. I think the Government should introduce nutrition classes in school and I also think they should ban advertising for unhealthy food like McDonald's and KFC.





考官　You pointed out some of the negative aspects of the internet. So, overall, is the internet a force for good or not?

你指出了互联网的一些弊端。因此，总体而言，互联网是好还是不好？





考生　I think that, overall, the internet is a force for good. I mean, it does make us less active, and people get kind of hooked on it, but it also lets people stay in contact with each other even when they are far away, work together, create things together. There are some fantastic resources on the internet, plus the possibility to download music and movies and things like that. And, these days, scientists and researchers communicate a lot via the internet, and often on subjects that can have a huge impact on people's lives.

第三类

Speculation





考官　When a society changes very quickly, what are the effects on people?

社会变化太快的话，会对人们产生哪些影响？





考生　They start to feel nervous and anxious. They can't adjust their rhythm to the changes. I mean, the first time there is some kind of change in your environment, you can adjust to the new situation after a while, even if it's a bit awkward. But when the environment then changes again, and again, quickly, each time you try to adapt to it, but you f ind yourself becoming progressively more exhausted. It is as though you are being left behind, or getting exhausted as you run to catch up.





考官　In your opinion, what are the major issues facing China over the next twenty years?

在你看来，中国在未来二十年会面临哪些主要问题？





考生　Well, I think there are several key issues. Pollution is one. We have very serious air pollution here in Beijing, and the situation is not getting better. The Government publishes information about blue sky days but people can't see the situation improving. Then there are the effects of the economic slowdown. I mean, here in China, in 2008-2009, the Government spent so much money on infrastructure projects… So they have less money now for other things. The Government needs to keep the numbers of unemployed people down by creating more jobs.





考官　The status of women has changed a lot in China since the founding of New China. What are the effects of this change?

新中国成立后，中国妇女的地位发生了翻天覆地的变化。这种变化会带来哪些影响？





考生　I think women are much more independent now. They work; they have their own careers; they can go to university; they can choose their own husbands. You know, my grandma never worked. My mum has quite a good job as a buyer in a company, but in fact she never went to university and she didn't travel abroad until she was in her forties. My life is so different from theirs. Last year, I spent three months in Ireland - from their point of view, it was something amazing.





考官　Do you think people's personalities are inherited from their parents?

你认为人们的个性是遗传自父母吗？





考生　Yeah, I think so. I mean, it is your parents that educate you - you know, in China we say that parents are a child's first teachers - so of course they transmit to you their own values, their own ideas about what is right and wrong, and even their habits. For example, I am a very organized person, and I get that from my dad. And I sometimes make judgements about other people too quickly, and I also get that from my dad. But I am also gentle and open with other people, and I get that from my mum.

考官　How much do people show their feelings in Chinese culture? In your opinion, is it different from the West?

在中国文化中，人们会在多大程度上表达自己的感受？你认为这与西方文化有差异吗？





考生　Well, in China, I think it depends first of all who you are showing your feelings to. I mean, if it's your parents, then it's not so common to show your feelings. You know, in China, it's not easy for parents to use words like "I love you" or "It hurts" and I guess that is different from the West. In China, kids take it for granted that their parents will do things for them and, when they are teenagers, they don't want their parents asking them too many questions. They want to have a private life. As for expressing your feelings to your boyfriend or girlfriend, for our generation this is not a problem. I guess we are similar to Westerners for that.





考官　What are the advantages and disadvantages of online shopping compared with traditional shopping?

与传统购物方式相比，网上购物有哪些优缺点？





考生　Well, with online shopping, you can find things more quickly for one thing. There is more choice online, and the prices are lower. As for disadvantages, well, there is the risk that the stuff you ordered never arrives, or arrives late, or that you don't like it when it gets there. Another thing is that with online shopping you can't try things on, and you don't have the pleasure of being in the shop and looking at things, handling them, comparing them. For a girl that is really important.





考官　Do you think young people these days have a healthier lifestyle than their parents had?

你认为当前年轻人的生活方式比他们的父母更健康吗？





考生　No, I don't, and the main reason is computers. These days, young people spend a lot of time surfing the internet or doing stuff on the computer, chatting or whatever. I mean I have my own computer and I am sort of chained to it in the evenings. But, before, for example when my parents were young, they had to go outside to play. My dad told me he played outside every day after school for hours. And, back then, there were fewer fast food restaurants, and the quality of food was probably better. Oh yeah, and I think they did more sport than we do. So I guess they had a healthier lifestyle.





考官　Is the way that people develop their careers today in China very different from the way they did it in the past?

现今中国人的职业发展生涯与过去相比有很大的不同吗？





考生　I think so. In my father's generation, people mainly worked for stateowned companies and they just had to be present in the off ice from 9 am to 5 pm. They had a very stable life. In those days, companies were more affected by politics than by economics. But now it's different. As China's economy has opened up, companies have had to become more competitive, and so the staff have to be more competitive too. There are more opportunities for us these days, and we are influenced by Western culture. But not everyone is like this! People in the big cities like Shanghai or Beijing want to move and be competitive but in some small cities, like Nanning my hometown, some of my friends are just like the generation of my parents - they want to be stable, rather than explore the wonderful world!

Case Studies

一、前车之鉴——考生表现不佳的案例分析

Learning from Others' Mistakes

中国考生在考试中会犯一些较为典型的错误，下面的回答就是一些例子。请仔细看点评部分，避免犯此类错误。

话题：婚礼与婚姻

考官　We've been talking about a wedding you went to, your sister's, and now

I'd like to ask you some more general questions related to this. Let's look first at marriage…Do you think there's an ideal age to get married?

我们已经讨论了你参加过的一个婚礼，是你姐姐的。现在我想再问一些关于这方面的问题。首先我们来讨论一下婚姻……你认为结婚有没有一个理想的年龄？





Well, I think when you get married it's a very important day… for you and your husband and also your family. In China the woman usually wears red, you know, and there are a lot of customs that Chinese people respect at a wedding.





丹尼尔　在语法方面，这个考生的回答没有什么大问题，也用了一些好词，如wear, customs和respect。考生的语言相当流利，但没有回答考官提出的问题，因此在连贯性上会失分。





考官　OK, but do you think there's an IDEAL age to get married?

好的，那你认为有理想的结婚年龄吗？





Well, a lot of my friends are married. Some of them are just 25 but most of them were… 28 or maybe 30 when they got married. And one of my friends is getting married soon. It's very exciting. She and her boyfriend made
 some photos in Hainan.





丹尼尔　由于考生没有正面回答问题，所以考官又问了一次，还特别强调了ideal这个词。这一次，考生回答得依然很流利，语法方面也把握得很好。但她回答得很含糊，然后就把话题转移到自己朋友的身上，跟考官的问题没有直接联系。made some photos应改为took some photos，但事实上更准确的表达是had some photos taken。





考官　Let's talk a little about responsibilities inside a marriage. Do you think men and women should share responsibilities equally inside a marriage?

我们来讨论一下婚姻双方的责任吧。你认为男人和女人在婚后应承担同样的责任吗？





Yes, definitely. I think both people should be responsible because otherwise how can their love last forever? That's the question for them. I think they have to love each other truly and make… err… make compromises. I think that is being responsible.





丹尼尔　考生虽然以“Yes, definitely.”开始回答这个问题，但随后的回答更多是关于婚后的爱情而非双方的责任。这一次又没有直接回答问题。





考官　Yes but, for example, should they both be responsible for raising the children? Should they share household tasks? What do you think about that?

是的，但举例来说，他们都有责任抚养儿女吗？他们应该分担家务吗？你是怎么看的？





You know, in China, men don't like to do housework and things like that. But I think nowadays they must change because the world has changed. You know in China everything is changing very fast, the economy, everything in the
 society. And so people have to be responsible both
 . But in China a woman will mainly look after the child because that is her role.





丹尼尔　考官开始以“Yes, but…”的表达来表示他或她对考生的回答不满意。随后举例时提到抚养子女及承担家务是为了鼓励考生回答得更具体一点。

And so people have to be responsible both应改为Everyone has to be responsible，society前不必加the。





考官　What about if the woman has a job? Can she share the responsibility for raising the child with her husband?

如果妻子有工作呢？她还能与丈夫分担养育孩子的责任吗？





The grandparents, they can help a lot. You know, nowadays women have to work because the price of the living
 is so high now. Maybe you noticed that too, right? To buy an apartment or for the
 education, or just for the
 living. So a woman has to have a job, and so it's not easy to balance the
 life and the
 marriage with her husband. Because her husband wants her to be beautiful, and then she have
 to go on business trip
 , like my sister, and so she is not always to look
 after the child, so most couples will have to ask their parents or their ayi to do that.





丹尼尔　这个回答有所改进，但仍然不太切题。语法方面把握得不太好，如education, living, life和marriage前面不必加the。price应改为cost；have to go on business trip应改为has to go on business trips；always后面应加able。提到生活成本并没有使她的回答显得更合理。如果考生这样回答可能会更好一点：

Yes, I think that both parents should share the responsibility for raising the child. Maybe the mother will do more, because it is in her nature to do so, but the father's input and presence is crucial too. And this is even more the case if the woman is working. The couple need to work out some arrangement so that they can both work and develop their careers while still spending time with their child and helping their child to grow and develop.

（是的，我认为父母双方都有义务抚养孩子。可能母亲会付出得多一点，因为这是她们的天性使然。但父亲的付出和存在也很重要。如果母亲有工作的话，父亲就显得尤其重要。夫妻双方需要做一些计划，这样他们既能好好工作、发展事业，也能花时间陪孩子，帮助孩子成长和进步。）





考官　Uh-huh. Do you think it's better to have a big wedding or a small wedding?

嗯。你认为举行规模大的婚礼好还是规模小的婚礼好？





For me, I like big weddings! You know, like I said before, when my sister got married with
 her husband, there were almost 200 people there. That's quite common in China, to have a lot of guests. And everyone was so happy for her. She looked so beautiful that day; it made me cry. You know, she threw the flowers and I was the one who catched
 them! Everybody wanted to make her and her husband a toast
 . You know in China at a wedding you have to drink with every table of guests, to be polite. But usually
 the woman doesn't have to drink baijiu with everyone. It's too much. Yeah, that would be crazy. And her husband said some words and held her hand. It was so beautiful. It was sad; really it was lovely. You know, I hope I can have a big wedding like her.





丹尼尔　该考生的语法水平还说得过去，有几处明显的错误：

1．catched显然是caught，to make her a toast应改为to drink a toast to the couple或to propose a toast to the couple，married with应改为married to。但从她的表现可以看出她既能处理简单的句子也能运用复杂的句子；

2．usually发音错误；

3．还有就是连贯性的问题：考生说了她喜欢大型婚礼，虽然没有明确表示大型婚礼更好，但在某种程度上回答了这个问题。但之后她又说了一堆关于她姐姐婚礼的事，而这些内容她在第二部分已经讲过。严格来说，她的回答并不切题，表明她很难对抽象的事物展开讨论，更善于谈论个人事情。





考官　Thank you very much. That is the end of the Speaking Test.

非常感谢。口语考试到此结束。





总评

考官给这位考生的词汇、语法和发音打了6分，但在流畅度和连贯性方面只打了5分。考生的语言流畅度还可以，但连贯性欠佳。

二、见优思齐——考生表现良好的案例分析

Learning from Others' Success

考生A

话题：饮食与健康





考官　Well, we have been talking about a restaurant you enjoy going to and now I'd like to ask you some general questions in relation to this. Let's consider first of all types of restaurant. Which restaurants are most popular in China -traditional restaurants or fast food restaurants?

嗯，我们已经谈论了你喜欢去的餐厅。现在我想问几个这方面的问题。首先讨论一下餐厅的类型。哪一种餐厅在中国最受欢迎——传统餐厅还是快餐厅？





Actually, they're both popular. Fast food restaurants are popular with young people, and kids, or families with young kids - that's why you see so many overweight kids these days! And I guess that traditional restaurants are popular with everyone.





丹尼尔　该考生思路清晰，回答问题积极主动，还带着一丝幽默。





考官　What makes people decide to go to a fast food restaurant rather than a traditional restaurant?

人们决定去快餐厅而非传统餐厅的原因是什么？





Well, they might be pushed for time. You know, if they're in a hurry, they can pop into a McDonald's or a KFC and pick up a burger or some chicken nuggets or something very quickly. Or it might be for the atmosphere, quite a lot of young people like to hang out at McDonald's, they feel comfortable and relaxed there.





丹尼尔　语言流利连贯。考生说了两个原因，并分别举例说明。词汇用得好，短语pop into，pick up及pushed for time令人印象深刻，词组chicken nuggets（炸鸡块）也用得很好。





考官　What about traditional restaurants? Are they becoming less popular?

传统餐厅呢？它们不如以前受欢迎了吗？





No, I don't think so. You know, food is incredibly important in Chinese culture. We have a saying that goes "Min yi shi wei tian". It means that Chinese people attach a huge amount of importance to food.





丹尼尔　再次非常清晰、直接地回答了考官提出的问题。用到的语法虽然简单，但使用正确，还用到了副词incredibly。考生引用了中国谚语“民以食为天”（Bread is the stall of life）。虽然他不知道该谚语的确切翻译，但他用自己的话对其进行了解释，也是一种很好的表达方式。





考官　You mentioned that there are more overweight children these days. Is that partly because of fast food restaurants?

你提到如今肥胖儿童增多了，部分原因是因为吃快餐厅的食品吗？





For sure. If kids eat McDonald's or KFC regularly or Chinese street food, their health is going to be affected. Personally, I hardly ever go to fast food restaurants because I don't want to get fat. I saw an amazing film called Super Size Guy or something like that about a guy who goes to McDonald's every day for a month. He only eats McDonald's food. It's really horrible. He gets so fat… and weak as well. I know that some fast food places are trying to improve their menus. But still, the food is too fatty. It's too rich in calories. There's too much sugar. In my opinion, if people want to stay healthy - kids especially - they should eat more fruit and vegetables. And do exercise, of course.





丹尼尔　在此之前，考生的回答都比较简短，现在开始用长句了，非常好。

该考生的回答在多个方面都非常优秀：语言流畅度、连贯性、词汇和语法。

在语法方面主要用了一般现在时，但也有一处过去时和两个从句。介词和代词用法正确。

在词汇方面用词丰富、贴切。





考官　Do you think that children should be taught about nutrition at school?

你认为学校应该教儿童营养知识吗？





Yeah, definitely! It would be great if children could learn the basic facts about nutrition at school because then they would find it easier to keep themselves healthy and they would be encouraged to develop some good habits as far as food goes. You know fast food is linked with various diseases, ummm, for example… diabete or diabetes, something like that… and heart disease. I think teachers should tell kids about that. The problem is that at school in China everyone is so focused on exam scores that we never get a chance to look at issues like obesity, or things like that. It's a pity.





丹尼尔　又是一个精彩的回答。

在语法方面，复合句使用得游刃有余，还使用了从句。

在词汇方面，使用了一些不太常用的词汇和表达，如nutrition，focused，obesity，develop habits，甚至还用上了diabetes（糖尿病）一词。

回答的开头和结尾都提到了学龄儿童，整体内容非常连贯。





考官　Do you think that the health of children in China is improving?

你认为中国儿童的健康问题正在改善吗？





Well, maybe. Actually, I'm not sure. I mean, we have much better access to food than our parents or grandparents had. That's for sure. But on the other hand, there are problems like obesity, and also a lot of eye problems, eyesight problems. You know, in the big cities like Shanghai and Beijing, almost all school kids have to wear glasses - like me! I guess it's because we spend so much time looking at computer screens and game consoles and stuff like that. Also, kids don't do enough exercise. They sit around too much. It's not good for their health.





丹尼尔　语言通顺、连贯，用词恰当，语法正确。

使用了on the one hand，on the other hand来加强前后的连贯性，而also起到了补充说明的作用。

在词汇方面，用词非常标准，出彩的表达有consoles（操纵板），obesity以及动词短语sit around。

在语法方面，语气词用得很到位，熟练运用了动名词：they spend so much time looking。





考官　Does this mean that people from your generation might have health problems when they get older?

这是不是意味着从你们这代人开始，人们上了年纪就会出现健康问题，是吗？





I guess it does! It's horrible! What a horrible prospect!





丹尼尔　回答得很好。





考官　So what can the Government do about the situation?

那么政府该如何应对这一状况呢？





I think the Government should organize more health awareness campaigns, put ads on tv and send health workers to schools and communities, to make people aware of the consequences of eating fast food, or not doing exercise, or other bad habits. Otherwise, I'm afraid the hospitals are going to be completely overloaded in a few years!





丹尼尔　语言通顺且连贯。考生采用句式the Government should开头，引出建议政府要做的事，然后用otherwise引导出不采取以上措施的结果。

语法知识掌握得很好，特别是开头的长句。用词准确，使用了如health workers, consequences和communities之类的好的表达。





考官　Thank you very much. That is the end of the Speaking Test.

非常感谢。口语考试到此结束。





总评

根据考生在流畅度、连贯性、词汇、语法和发音方面的综合表现，考官会给这位考生打7分。





考生B　

话题：企业及其领导者





考官　Well, we have been talking about a successful small business that you know and now I'd like to ask you some general questions in relation to this. Let's consider first of all working in a company. Is it better for young people to work in a big company or a small company?

嗯，我们已经讨论了你了解的一家成功的小公司。现在我想问一些这方面的问题。首先我们来谈谈在公司中工作。对年轻人来说，是进大公司工作好还是进小公司好？





Actually, that's a difficult question. Usually, in China, young graduates prefer big companies because they feel they can get better trainings
 there and that a few years in a famous company will improve their CV. And people usually feel more
 safer in a big company. But I think a small company can have some advantages too, if people are OK
 to go there!





丹尼尔　考生回答问题的思路非常清晰，解释了为什么年轻人更喜欢大公司。

在语法方面，总体上语法知识掌握得不错，但有几处小错误，比如more safer应为safer，且trainings应为training。

在用词方面，用词得当。在最后一句中，用单词bold（勇敢的）代替willing会更好一些。





考官　So, what are the advantages of working in a small company?

那么，在小公司工作的优势有哪些？





Well, I think you can get promoted more rapidly in a small company. There are less staff so you have to be good at several things. You have to multitask, and you quickly get asked to take on different kinds of responsibility. I have a cousin who went to work in a small computer company in Xiamen and he never regret
 it. He became Sales Manager after just one year there.





丹尼尔　这一回答通顺、连贯，且考生用自己的个人经历（a cousin）来论证了自己的观点。

在词汇方面，用了regret, multitask及to be good at something等一些好的表达。在语法方面，使用了被动结构you can get promoted和you quickly get asked。但动词regret（应用regretted或has regretted）的错误使用影响了整体的语法分数。





考官　You mentioned training. Do companies have a responsibility to provide training for new recruits?

你提到了培训。公司是否有义务培训新员工？





Yes, I think they have to do that because otherwise those new staffs
 won't be very efficient on
 their work. Maybe their knowledge comes mainly from books and they need some explanations from the experienced people and the trainers. And if the company does not give them any training, they might hate the boss because their friends in other companies are doing that. Also, if they do a training
 they can understand the company better. So it is good for the staffs
 but it's in the company's interest as well.





丹尼尔　总体来说，考生的回答连贯，但用词不丰富，语法和词汇的错误影响了整体的分数。

在用词方面，staff在英语中是不可数名词，所以不可能加s。training也一样，你可以说a training course，但如果不是特指的training，前面是不加a的。efficient后应加in。在语法方面，现在进行时（are doing that）用得很恰当，但won't be very efficient on their work应该是won't do their work very efficiently。





考官　Let's move on to talk about business leaders. What qualities does a person need to lead a company?

现在我们来谈一谈企业领导人。领导一家公司的人应具备哪些素质？





Well, they have to be good communicators. That's for sure, but even before that, they have to have an idea - for their product - and a method for developing it and bringing it to market. And I think they need to be able to inspire their workers. That's what I mean by being a good communicator. Take Steve Jobs for example. I think the people at Apple were proud to work for him because he always had new ideas and he was a kind of, mmmm, how do you say it? Yeah, a perfectionist.





丹尼尔　回答得很好。考生明确提出了领导人的几种重要素质：沟通技巧、激励他人的能力和创新意识。举史蒂夫·乔布斯（Steve Jobs）的例子和问题相关，也很合适。语法方面的表现都非常好。

用到的一些好词汇有inspire, method, proud和perfectionist。





考官　You mentioned new ideas. Do you think that innovation is very important in business?

你刚才提到了创意。你认为创新对于企业很重要吗？





Definitely! Our professor always quotes that guy Peter Drummer
 who says that innovation is the most important function of a business. Take Apple. The iPhone is very innovative, and so it's very fashion
 . And Apple keep doing it. They always seem to be one step ahead of the competition. There are some Chinese companies that are really good at innovation too, like Lenovo. Their new laptops are really cool, and so they are growing really fast.





丹尼尔　该考生为商学院的学生，所以对这个主题驾轻就熟。他不仅会使用这方面的词汇，在讨论时也非常轻松。他能够引用彼得·德鲁克（Peter Drucker）
〔1〕

 的话（名字说错了，但考官不会因此降低他的分数）。

有一处词汇错误，fashion应该是fashionable。

在语法方面，很好地使用了现在进行时：they are growing really fast。





考官　Do you think that Chinese companies like Lenovo will concentrate on the Chinese market or look to expand in other countries?

你认为联想之类的中国公司会专注于中国市场还是会把业务扩展到其他国家？





I think they are already quite well-established in other countries. You know, Lenovo bought a lot of patents and licences and even the brand name from IBM and they took over some of IBM's designs so they were already recognized in Western countries. They have a good manufacturing base like the companies in Taiwan. And similar costs. That's why innovation is so important for them.





丹尼尔　关于联想的讨论还在继续，因为考生在这方面非常自信，所以还是表现得很好。在词汇方面，他能够使用像patents，licences，manufacturing base这样的高级词汇。在语法方面，他用了过去式（bought, took over, were recognized）和一般现在时（think, are established, have, is），准确且恰当。





考官　What about other Chinese companies? Will they expand overseas in the next decade?

那么其他的中国公司呢？他们会在未来十年内把业务扩展到国外吗？





I hope so! But I think it is still controversial. You know, a couple of years ago, Sinopec wanted to buy a petrol
 company in the US, but the US government wouldn't agree to it. And then there was a guy who wanted to buy land in Greenland but he got refused also. It's not really fair. The Western countries are a little afraid of China, I think. Sometimes the foreign media are criticizing
 China and Chinese companies, even though there are so many Western companies here in China. But I still think it will happen. As they get stronger, more and more Chinese companies will have the money to develop abroad.





丹尼尔　语言通顺、连贯。考生举例说明了自己的观点，并在结尾处进行了观点明确的总结。

在语法方面，整体把握得不错，除了are criticizing应改为criticize。

在词汇方面，用到了controversial，rejected和criticize。但请注意，petrol company这一表达不够准确，应该是oil company。另外，应该用allow it而不是agree to it，应该用turned down来代替refused。





考官　Can you explain a bit more? What are Western countries afraid of?

你能再解释一下吗？西方国家害怕什么？





Well, in my opinion, the Western countries do not want to lose their domination
 . So, when they see that China keeps getting stronger, they feel a little afraid of it
 ! I guess the Western countries realize that they are not as strong as they were before
 . Take Europe for example. China gave money to help save Greece because Europe does not have enough ability
 to do that. But, if China does that, the Western countries should be more understanding with China. I mean, lots of Western companies like McDonald's and Apple operate here in China, even oil companies. So I don't see why Chinese companies can't operate in Western countries. Everyone should cooperate together
 .





丹尼尔　考生的回答仍然通顺、连贯。

用词不错，尽管dominance可能比domination更恰当一些。用a little afraid就可以了，没有必要在后面加上of it。用as they used to be比as they were before好一点。同样，用sufficient resources或enough resources比用enough ability更好。cooperate已经包括together的意思了，所以together是多余的。





考官　Thank you very much. That is the end of the Speaking Test.

非常感谢。口语考试到此结束了。





总评

考官愿意给这位考生在流畅度、连贯性、语法和词汇方面打7分。考生有一些语法错误，而且有一两处是基本错误，但正确的句子还是多数，并且展示了他对简单句和复合句的把握能力。因此，在这一天考试结束时，这位考生拿到了7分。

第5节　六款游戏，开拓思路

Six Games to Develop Ideas and Fluency for Part Three

1．谈论球的主题游戏——围成一圈

参与者坐下来围成一圈，选择一个讨论的主题，而且是“球的主题”。参与者要拿着球谈论球，表达自己的观点，其他人则认真听。发言者说完自己的观点，便将球传给旁边的人。此游戏能帮助你通过练习口头表达和倾听他人看法来开拓思路，提高语言流畅度。

2．谈论球的主题游戏——围成两圈

参与者坐成两圈，里面一圈，外面一圈。内圈的同学进行讨论——规则如上，持球的人发言。外圈的同学听着。等内圈所有人都发完言后，或规定的时间到了，内外圈的同学交换位置。坐在外圈的同学换到内圈，成为活跃的发言者。这样每个人就都有机会听到更多人的想法。

3．讲故事

参与者围坐成一圈。提前准备好的人可以谈论以下内容：

　•　读过的一本书

　•　看过的一部电影

　•　看过的一部电视剧

　•　一则新闻故事

这些书或电影可以是英文作品，新闻故事也可以是发生在国外的。但参与者也可以讨论中文作品和发生在中国的事情。

介绍书或电影的同学可以对书或电影进行简单的介绍，读一段有趣或精彩的内容，播放电影的一个片断，或者谈论、扮演故事中的人物。其他参与者则可以对书或电影提出问题。

假设有一个学生决定介绍道格拉斯·亚当斯写的《银河系漫游指南》（The Hitch-hiker's Guide to the Galaxy）一书。这本书被一些书迷称为HHGTTG甚至H2G2，以地球的毁灭开始讲起。主人公阿瑟·登特（Arthur Dent）是能躲避毁灭的两个地球人之一。在漫游银河系的时候，他遇到各种生物，包括一台名为“沉思”（Deep Thought）的超级计算机。“沉思”的目标是计算生命、宇宙及一切事物之终极问题的答案。最后计算出的结果为42。以下为亚当斯的一些幽默语录：
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"Space is big. You just won't believe how vastly, hugely, mind-bogglingly big it is. I mean, you may think it's a long way down the road to the chemist's, but that's just peanuts to space."

"The ships hung in the sky in much the same way that bricks don't."

"Nothing travels faster than light, with the possible exception of bad news, which follows its own rules."

幽默是一种文化。对学生来说，介绍这类书真是个挑战。英语国家的人觉得有趣的东西，中国人不一定觉得有趣。

另外，学生还可能会选择介绍一本中文书籍，比如《失恋33天》。用英文介绍这类书也是个挑战，但也是扩展词汇量、备战雅思考试的最好方法。

4．角色扮演

由一位学生扮演考官，另一位学生扮演考生。扮演考官的人应该提前准备好问题及第二部分的话题。

如果有条件，可以准备一台摄像机，这样你就可以把整段会话录下来。摄像机对准考生，而非考官。

同时要准备一个计时器，这样才能确保时间不超过14分钟。

两人开始谈话。“考官”向“考生”提出问题，“考生”回答。

谈话结束后互换角色，重新来一遍。

然后观看视频。一边看一边听发音和语法错误，听语言是否流利和连贯，听词汇是否有趣。顺便再看看考生的肢体语言是否生动。

5．12词游戏

这个游戏的目的是让学生通过感受语言的趣味性和互相学习来拓展词汇、培养创造力和想象力。下面大家一起来玩这个游戏。

参与者不要超过12个人，总共说出12个单词，要包括：

　•　2个介词

　•　3个名词

　•　3个形容词

　•　4个动词

然后用这些单词来造句。例如，参与者可以说出：
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然后参与者进行单独练习或小组练习，用这些单词来造句，要做到没有语法错误。例如：

As the gorgeous turtle came into view, the cowardly cowboy stepped up to the window behind her, lifted his rifle and shot her. He was angry because the turtle had turned down his incredible gift. She had betrayed him by eloping with a smart jellyfish.

随着魅力四射的乌龟映入眼帘后，懦弱的牛仔踏上了她身后的窗户，举起步枪击中了她。他很生气，因为这只乌龟拒绝了他那会令所有人惊叹的礼物。而她曾经背叛他，与一只聪明的水母私奔过。
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6．集体讨论

集体讨论的目的是促使游戏参与者主动预测第三部分可能会问到的问题。如果参与者能够想到可能会考什么问题，就能做好充分的准备。

话题库中的任何一个话题都可以通过集体讨论得出十个与其相关的问题。假设第二部分的话题是你过去的一次旅行。第三部分就有可能讨论有关交通的话题。考官会问一些什么样的交通问题呢？比如考官可能会问下列十个问题：

语言的流畅度和连贯性（Fluency and Coherence）是雅思口语考试的关键评分标准之一，通常被考官们简称为FC。在本节中，我们将通过分析“电影”这一话题，向你展现如何使语言更流畅和连贯，以及需要避免哪些错误表达。
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流畅度指的是什么？

流畅度在一定程度上关乎说话的速度，同时也考核你运用语言的熟练程度，还要看说话时是否会出现停顿和卡壳。事实上，这三方面的情况都和“流畅”的定义有关。在考试中，如果你努力回想某个具体的单词，你就会很自然地放慢语速并出现停顿，考官们通常把这种情况称为noticeable pause（明显停顿），也就是口语中说的hole，就是指你在试图回忆单词或之前提过的内容时出现的卡壳。

这种由于词汇导致的问题是可以克服的，那就是换种说法去表达词义。比如一个考生想说“门被锁住了”，但是想不起“锁住”（lock）这个单词，于是就说the door was closed…with a key（门被钥匙关上了）。就这样，问题就解决了。但是如果他连“钥匙”这个单词都想不起来，那么词汇量小的问题一定也会降低他在流畅度方面的得分。

连贯性又是什么意思呢？

整体来说，连贯性就是指你的表达要意思明确，可以理解为对问题要进行正面回答。换句话说，连贯性就是以一种自然连贯的方式把语句组织起来回答问题。听起来好像有点不太好懂，但不要担心，在后面的例文中你就会有直观的了解。当然，运用一些but，and，however之类的连接词也是语言连贯的标志之一。

一、让考官告诉你：如何练就流畅连贯的语言

三、第一部分：展现流畅连贯的语言

Fluency and Coherence in Part One

在第一部分，语言的流畅度重要吗？答案是肯定的。虽然和第二、第三部分相比，第一部分没有那么重视考核流畅度，但依然是很重要的一个考查方面。我们来看看下面这些考生的范例。





考官：Let's move on to talk about movies or films. Do you like the same kind of films now as you did when you were a child?





考生A　When I was a kid, I really liked cartoons, and in fact I still like them. Kung Fu Panda was great for example, and some people like the sequel (续集) better than the first one. Actually I disagree because…





考官点评　语言比较流畅但不够连贯，因为考生只关注于电影《功夫熊猫》本身，而没有解释为什么喜欢这类电影。





考生B　Not really. When I was a kid, I really liked, um, er, cartoons. I remember, um, I was sitting, I was sitting on the, on the… floor and watching Yue Fei. It was … great. I used to watch it every, every week at my grandmother's…





考官点评　这个回答是连贯的。not really是对问题的正面回答。但是回答过程中出现了犹豫和停顿，所以不能算流畅。





考官：What kind of films do you like most?





考生A　I like action movies. Actually Schwarzenegger's True Lies is my favourite movie of all time. The opening scene, where Arnie goes underwater to get to the party, and then dances with the evil lady, is terrific…





考官点评　同时做到了流畅和连贯。该考生的回答不仅清晰而且详细。





考生B　I like comedies, especially foreign ones. I really liked the movie Little Miss Sunshine. It's about a family in the US who travel to a beauty pageant(选美比赛) and all sorts of things happen, like the granddad dies for example and they have to smuggle (偷运) his body out of the hospital…





考官点评　回答既流畅又连贯，而且考生也展现出了丰富的词汇，比如pageant，smuggle out等。以一种很自然的方式用到这些词汇是流畅度的又一种体现。





考生C　I like romantic movies, like Titanic and P.S. I love you. In Titanic, Jack is so handsome and the romance between him and Rose is very touching and the final scene, when he gives his life to save hers, wow, it's incredible…And P.S. I love you is really amazing too. It's about a woman who receives letters from her dead husband.





考官点评　考生举出了很好的例子，用到了moving, incredible等一些很好的词汇，而且句子结构一直能保持完整！





考官：Do you prefer watching movies at home or in the cinema?





考生A　At home? Or in the cinema? Umm, for me, it depends. If it is a film action, I mean action movie, an action movie, I like watching, I like to watch the cinema, I like to watch in the cinema… The cinema is at, umm, you can watch with others. Other people can go there.





考官点评　出现了多处重复和犹豫的情况，不够流畅，但内容还算比较连贯。





考生B　I prefer watching movies at home because it's more cheap and also more cosy. My dad bought a really comfortable couch and I can stretch out there with some cushions and watch movies on my laptop. Sometimes my mum brings me chocolate. It's really happiness.





考官点评　存在明显的语法错误，如cheap的比较级是cheaper，而不是more cheap。另外，最后一句应表达为it's a really happy feeling或者it's a really happy moment。不过这个回答在流畅度和连贯性方面还算不错。





考官：Now I'm going to give you a topic and I would like you to talk about it for one to two minutes…





考官点评　有时候考官并不会让你说这么长时间。他们会随时打断，问你其他问题。不要让这一点动摇你！

四、第二部分：如何流畅连贯地话电影

Fluency and Coherence in Part Two: Movies

在第二部分中，考生必须要进行两分钟的陈述。考官可能在两分钟快要结束时以一个过渡性问题来打断你，但你必须具备说两分钟的语言能力。换句话说，在这一部分中，流畅度和想象力是考查的重点。一些考生没有足够的观点和能力来维持两分钟的表达，这就意味着他们会在流畅度方面失分。

另外，虽然一些考生可以说足两分钟，却无法连贯地表达出一条清晰的理由或原因。而最常见的情况就是文不对题！比如说，要表述的话题是“描述一个你认为可以让世界变得更好的工作”，但考生却不停地说他有多么喜欢篮球；或者话题是“描述一个你将来想去的地方”，考生却谈及自己去年去海南的经历。

除此之外，如果考生没有组织好语言、让听者无法理解，也会失分。

以“电影”这一话题为例，如果想有好的表现，那么流畅的表达就至关重要。要做到流畅，你需要有足够多的词汇和观点，而且还要努力避免卡壳，比如你在脑海中寻找合适词汇时所出现的停顿。

让我们先看一个考生对这一话题的回答。

虽然存在发音错误，但整体来看发音比较清晰而且不影响理解。节奏和语调掌握得都不错，语法的运用也得当。后面出现了现在时和过去式的表达不一致的问题，但这不是一个严重问题。用到了一些让人印象深刻的词汇，如sarcastic，intriguing和behind the scenes等。同时，流畅度方面的表现也很好。第一句话很长，甚至长于在书面语中的表达，但这一点在口语中不是问题。真正重要的是考生要表达流畅，且没有停顿！而这位考生就可以轻松地在两分钟里不间断地表达自己。

整体来看，该考生的表达流畅且连贯。词汇比较丰富，对语法的控制也很好。考生在如此长时间的表述中保持了很好的连贯性，偶尔有停顿也是为了找到合适的语言。因此，她在流畅度方面可得7分，连贯性方面可得到8分。

2．名词单复数用得不合适，Bullet应改为Bullets，friend改为friends；

3．此处考生表达的意思过于含糊，不够清楚；

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考官建议

在个人表述中，可以加入自己的情感体验，这样更容易使听者产生共鸣。细节的描述不仅可以有效说明你对话题的熟悉程度，也能增添许多鲜活的元素。

We can paraphrase his remark by saying that, when you look very closely at the details of someone's life, it may seem tragic, because of the pain they suffer, the disappointment, the frustrations, the heartbreak… For example, my friend Zhi got a blood disease, or maybe my friend Kate had a very painful break-up with her boyfriend, or maybe she realized one day when she was 32, and already had a baby, that she had married the wrong man. These things can make life seem tragic. But when you stand back from the events of individuals, and observe people - being born, growing up, sometimes failing or getting hurt but picking themselves up, having a laugh, trying again, and the generations renewing themselves over and over - then life is more of a comedy. Life goes on!

You can't get away from them. After all, India produces more films each year than any other country! The US is no. 2, and China is no. 3. Indian films are produced in more than 20 different languages. The Indian film industry is often referred to by the name "Bollywood" as opposed to Hollywood. The B
 in Bollywood refers to the city of Bombay—or Mumbai—on the west coast of India, the center of the Indian film-making industry. Have you ever seen a Bollywood film?

For him, American movies have few ideas, but big budgets and huge audiences all around the world, whereas French films are underfunded masterpieces full of ideas and artistry (艺术才华)! The only problem is that not many people see them! What about Chinese films? Chinese filmmakers are big on historical dramas that sometimes seem like they have all been produced from the same recipe book, but they also produce whacky, original comedies like Crazy Stone…

五、第三部分：融入与考官的讨论之中

Engaging in the Discussion with the Examiner in Part Three

第三部分依然要考查语言流畅度和连贯性。考官会检阅你的词汇水平、对语法结构的控制，会看你能否流畅地表达自己的观点，能否展开论证，对于考官提出的不同意见是否可以应对自如。这些都是第三部分考核的重中之重。





要想在第三部分展现出流畅和连贯的语言，必须注意以下三个方面：

•　你必须有想法——虽然雅思考试是考核语言能力的考试，但语言并不存在于脱离思想的真空之中；在考试的讨论环节，你需要展示自己的想法来投入到对话题的讨论中去

•　你必须有丰富的词汇

•　你必须能融入与考官的交流之中——换句话说，就是要投入到讨论中，这也意味着和考官要有互动





还是以电影话题为例，如果要以一种具有逻辑性和描述性的方式来阐述，你表达的内容就需要有细节支撑。如果你能记得和描述一些电影场景、在哪里和谁看的电影，还有你的看法的话，你的回答就会更充实有趣。

细节非常重要，但细节不是全部。投入到和考官的讨论中就意味着要准备好表达自己的想法，为自己的观点辩护。

I think films affect young people a lot because we are at the age where we're thinking a lot about our future, and about who we are, and stuff like that. They remind us that love exists, as well as conflict… for example, in Kung Fu Panda 2, the love of the goose for his son—the panda is a bit soppy and sentimental, but it makes us think about our own parents and what they mean to us. And, you know, I think that if people are depressed, a film with positive values and a positive spirit can inspire them to go on fighting the frustrations in life. If people have an active attitude, very likely the future can be changed. I really believe that...

学习近义词和反义词是拓展词汇量的一个好方法。但请注意，要准确使用它们也并不容易。





以形容词fresh为例，fresh可以用来形容news（新闻），也可以用来形容bread（面包）和milk（牛奶）。fresh的反义词是old。那么反过来，可以说That news is old或者That news is ancient（那是旧新闻），但不可以说That bread is old（那是旧面包）或者That milk is old（那是旧牛奶）。

也就是说，食物与新闻不是一回事！形容面包或牛奶不新鲜了，就应该说That bread/milk is off（面包／牛奶坏了）或者That bread/milk has gone stale（面包／牛奶变味了）。但如果是形容黄油，就得说That butter is/has gone rancid（黄油变质了）。只要想一想汉语中用于形容食物和新闻的词也会不同，就不难理解了。

下面我们选取了100个常用单词，并列出了它们的近义词、反义词及中文释义。希望你能好好学习这些词，并通过这种方法来拓展词汇量，加深对词汇的理解！

英语中的grammar（语法）一词源于希腊动词graphein，意为“写”。

语言离不开语法。语法使我们在表达和交流想法时有了规则。中国人很清楚这一点——“语法”一词中就包含“法”这个字，意为“法律”。而语法就是语言的法律和规则。

没错，“语法知识的广度和准确度”的确是考官在雅思考试中用来评估考生的四大标准之一。不过考生不必太在意句子的“准确度”，在口语考试中尤其如此。口语的语法比书面语的语法更加自由和顺畅。书面语中的某些语法“错误”在口语中是可以接受的。

形容词比较级

1　英语中的形容词比较级很简单，用来比较两个事物。如果形容词为单音节词，我们只需在形容词词尾加上-er构成其比较级形式；若以辅音字母结尾则需双写该辅音字母，再加-er；若以“辅音+y”结尾，则需变y为i，再加-er。请看以下例子：

■rich - richer - My dad is a lot richer now, so we have two cars. When he was my age, he had to work in the countryside, picking apples.

我爸爸现在富裕多了，所以我们有两辆车。他像我这么大的时候还要在田间劳动，摘苹果。

■small - smaller - Actually, Xiamen is smaller than Fuzhou, but it gets a lot more visitors, partly because of the waterfront district and Gulangyu which are really nice to visit.

事实上，厦门比福州要小，但游客却更多，部分原因是因为那里的滨水区和鼓浪屿是值得一游的去处。

■fat - fatter - Yu Meng is much fatter than everyone else in the class.

■wet - wetter - Chongqing is much wetter than Beijing. You really need an umbrella if you live there.

重庆比北京要潮湿。如果住在那里的话，你非常需要一把伞。

■funny - funnier - I saw Huang Hong and Feng Gong on tv. They were great. But I reckon Zhao Benshan is funnier than them. His jokes about life in the countryside really crack me up.

我在电视上看过黄宏和冯巩的表演，他们非常棒。但我觉得赵本山比他们更有趣，他讲的乡村生活的笑话逗得我捧腹大笑。

■happy - happier - I am a lot happier now than I was then, so I don't really miss her any more. I learnt some good lessons from it, and I won't make the same mistakes again.

■healthy - healthier - If people make a bit of an effort, they can have a much healthier lifestyle. For example, if they sign up for a yoga class at the gym, that will soon make a difference.

复合句由一个主句和一个或多个从句组成，从句由连接词after, although, because, since, when, while等来引导。





•　Because I arrived late, I didn't see Anna.

由于我到得比较晚，没有看到安娜。

•　When she got to the airport, Vivien realized that she had left her camera in the apartment.

薇薇恩到机场后才意识到她把相机落在公寓了。

•　After she got on the plane, Samantha realized that she had forgotten Alan's gift.

萨曼莎登上飞机后才想到她忘记了艾伦的礼物。

2．条件句

条件句是由“条件状语从句＋主句”构成的复合句。

如果你想得7分，就必须学会使用条件句。考试时准确使用条件句能让你脱颖而出。英语的条件句让人头疼，因为其中可能会出现各种时态的不同组合。请看下列表格中的句子以及条件句要表达的意思。注意其中的动词时态组合：

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三、必须掌握的七种动词时态

Seven Verb Tenses You Need to Be Able to Use

语法的知识点要比动词多，但动词绝对是最重要的。如果你还没有掌握一般现在时和一般过去时，那么坦白地说，你最好就不要参加考试了，因为这两种时态在口语表达中几乎占了一半。但只掌握这两种时态又是远远不够的。下面我们大致按照重要性列出了考生必须掌握的七种动词时态。





你现在能掌握几种动词时态？想知道你能得几分吗？让考官现在就告诉你！根据考官们的经验总结，根据动词时态打分的标准大致如下：

•　只能正确使用两种动词时态的话，最多能得5分

•　最多可正确使用四种动词时态，能得6分或6分以上

•　能够十分准确地使用六种以上动词时态，就能得7分或7分以上。考生，你太棒了！

看看下面列出的这些动词时态。你可能在学习英语的过程中都已经遇到过，但你能在口试时正确使用它们吗？你必须向考官展示出，你有广泛的语法知识。

1．一般现在时（The Simple Present Tense）

一般现在时是口语中最常用的两种时态之一，主要用于描述人物、情境和状态，以及我们经常做的事情。用于第三人称时，动词后的-s（或-es）是必不可少的，如：

•　he likes

•　he doesn't like

•　Does he like?

这是中国考生经常会犯的基本错误。考生一般都懂这个时态，也了解这一语法规则，但在开口说的时候还是会犯错误，比如He likerugby，应该是He likes rugby。下面这些句子都是正确的：

•　My parents and I live in an apartment.

•　I sometimes feel lonely there because there are no Chinese people in my class.

•　She really doesn't like rugby. She says it's too brutal.

•　My parents really don't like Lady Gaga. They think her music is terrible.

•　Tom gets up every day at seven and takes the subway to work. He changes at Huixin Xijie. That station is always very busy.

•　My boyfriend is tall and kind of cute, and he likes bungee jumping - he's crazy.

•　Which brand do you like best - Burberry or D&G?

如果考官问考生下面这类问题，考生就应该用一般现在时来回答：

•　Do you like flowers? (你喜欢花吗？)

•　How do you manage your time? (你是怎么安排时间的？)

•　Do you think…? (你认为……吗？)

2．一般过去时（The Simple Past Tense）

一般过去时是英语口语中用得最多的动词时态，用来描述过去发生的事情。令人惊讶的是，虽然这是考生应该掌握的最基本的时态，但仍然有很多人会用错。下面这些句子都是正确的：

•　Last year I went to Qingdao.

•　I spent almost three thousand yuan on that phone. It was really expensive.

•　When I was a kid, I played basketball every day after school.

•　She asked me if I wanted to go with her and I said yes.

•　I didn't take enough clothes with me and so I felt cold all the time.

•　During the interview, they didn't test my Japanese at all. They didn't even ask me about my level. I was surprised. I got the impression that English was much more important for them.

如果考官问考生上一个假期做了什么，他们回答：“Last summer I goto Qingdao…”，这很明显有问题。用错动词时态是语法准确度的问题。但这个基本错误也会表明考生的语法知识不够广泛。换句话说，考官认为该考生只会使用最基本的动词时态。这意味着该考生在语法方面最多只能得5分。

3．一般将来时及BE GOING TO结构（The Simple Future Tense and BE GOING TO＋INFINITIVE）

一般将来时是英语中用起来很简单的时态。你要做的就是记住“will＋动词原型”或“缩略形式'll＋动词原型”结构，例如：I will try或I'll try。

用be going to结构也可以达到同样的效果。will和be going to有些细微的差别：will表示将来要发生的事情，而be going to表示计划和打算干某事或即将发生某事，例如：

•　I will go to the UK next year.

I am going to go to the UK next year.

•　I'll study engineering in Australia, in Brisbane.

I am going to study engineering in Australia, in Brisbane.

•　I think the economic situation will get better next year because China is still growing strongly.

I think the economic situation is going to get better next year because China is still growing strongly.

所有参加考试的考生都会对将来有所打算，所以找机会用一个将来时的结构并不难。请主动一点！

4．现在进行时（The Present Continuous Tense）

现在进行时用来描述现在或将要发生的动作或情况，或表示暂时的情况。

•　— Hi Samantha! Are you at home? What are you doing?

— I'm just sitting here reading a book and feeling lonely. How about you?

•　Right now our class is studying fashion marketing. It's really interesting.

•　I am living in Guangzhou at the moment, but next month I will move to Fuzhou.

•　Actually, I have never had any driving lessons but my mum is learning to drive at the moment.

•　I'm living in a dormitory on campus - but only until June. In July I will move back to my home town.

对考生来说，在考试时用到这一时态并不难。

5．过去进行时（The Past Continuous Tense）

过去进行时用来描述过去某时一个正在进行的动作。

•　When I was walking along the street, I bumped into Li Yun.

•　When I was studying in the UK, I met a guy called Pete who was very interested in photography.

•　She told me she was talking to a friend on the phone and suddenly she felt this weird pain in her stomach.

•　I was just sitting there, not doing anything special, and then suddenly I had a brainwave.

•　I wasn't really paying attention in class. I was trying to send a text to a friend without anyone noticing me, and then suddenly I looked up and the teacher was right beside me.

•　She wasn't really listening to me so I decided to do something to surprise her.

考生在考试的第二部分可能会找到机会用这个时态。

6．现在完成时（The Present Perfect Tense）

在汉语和其他很多种语言中，都没有与英语中的现在完成时等同的时态。我们将其用来描述过去发生并持续到现在的动作，或虽然发生在过去，但对现在还存在影响的事情，比如在新闻报道中就经常用到。请看下列例句：

•　I have been living in Beijing for f ive years.

•　My sister has been working for a company in Hong Kong for the last two years. She started as a Marketing Assistant but now she works in Sales.

•　I have never been to Thailand.

•　I haven't seen Kung Fu Panda 2 yet.

•　The Minister of Defence has announced that the country will build three new aircraft carriers over the next ten years.

•　Sina have announced several new features for the Weibo platform.

•　Oh look! Somebody has broken the window.

只有能正确运用现在完成时，你的英语水平才能称得上良好。至于现在完成时与一般过去时的区别，请参见下面的内容。



考官语录

To be considered a competent user of English, you need to be able to use the present perfect correctly.



7．过去完成时（The Past Perfect Tense）

过去完成时表示某事发生在过去某个时间之前。在下面的例子中，忘记手机的行为发生在杰里（Jerry）离家前。

•　Jerry got up at 7 o'clock. He had a shower and then got dressed and made some breakfast. He left the house and walked to the station. When he got to the station, he realized that he had forgotten his cell phone at home.

下面是其他例子。通过过去完成时，我们可以了解到哪件事情是先发生的。

•　Mrs Robinson told the doctor that she had taken the medicine before she ate the sandwich.

•　If I had got a good score in the IELTS test last summer, I am sure they would have accepted me.

8．用现在完成时还是一般过去时

这是英语语法中的一个难点。为了能将二者区别开来，我们可以这样理解：一般过去时描述的是已经完成的动作，而现在完成时一般指动作或时间段持续到现在。请看下面的例子：

•　I worked in Beijing for five years. (Action completed, so I no longer work there.)

我在北京工作了五年。（动作完成了，我不在那里工作了。）

•　I have worked in Beijing for five years. (Action not completed, I am still working there.)

我在北京工作五年了。（动作没有完成，我还在那里工作。）

•　I have been working in Beijing for five years. (Action not completed, I am still working there.)

我在北京工作五年了。（动作没有完成，我还在那里工作。）

另外，我们还会用现在完成时来描述我们的经历，因为经历就是我们的生活，而我们的生活自然还没有结束！

•　Have you been to Guilin? (in your life)

你去过桂林吗？（你的一生中）

•　Have you seen Kong Fu Panda 2? (in your life)

你看过《功夫熊猫2》了吗？（你的一生中）

现在完成时也可以表示动作已经完成，但对现在造成了影响。请看以下对话：

丹尼尔: Look, somebody has broken the window!

看，有人把窗户打破了！

（使用了现在完成时，因为尽管事情发生在过去，但对丹尼尔来说还是新鲜事。）

陈老师: No, that happened a couple of weeks ago, when you were in Hong Kong.

不，几周前就破了。那时候你在香港。

（使用了一般过去时，因为对陈老师来说，这件事情发生很久了，而之后又发生了很多其他事情。）

丹尼尔: So why haven't you fixed it?

那你为什么还没有修好呢？

（用现在完成时表示从事情发生到现在这段时间。）

陈老师: A guy is going to come and fix it tomorrow.

明天会有人来修的。

（使用一般将来时表示将来要发生的事情。）

基于同样的原因，我们在新闻报道中也使用现在完成时，表示事情才刚刚发生：

•　The Minister of Railways has announced that a new high-speed rail link will come into service between Xi'an and Wuhan.

铁道部宣布，将开通一条西安至武汉的新高铁线路。

•　After twenty years of success on stage, Wang Bing has finally decided to retire.

经历过二十年辉煌的舞台生涯后，王兵终于决定要退出舞台了。

四、如何在第一部分展现语法水平

1. I'd like to move on to talk about shopping. How often do you go shopping?

考生回答　Mmm, about once a week or once every two weeks, usually in one of the big shopping centres in the city centre.

考官点评

语法准确，无错误。回答流利，但尚无语法变化。





2. What kind of things do you generally buy?

考生回答　I guess clothes, mainly, and make-up, but you know I often go shopping with my girlfriends and it's not just buying things. It's fun to hang out together. I mean, whenever we go shopping, we always stop for a coffee somewhere and chat.

考官点评

语法仍然很准确，在以下方面表现出了广泛的语法知识：

（1）在buying things中使用了动名词形式；

（2） whenever we go shopping, we always stop for a coffee…这句话使用了简单的条件从句；

（3）能熟练使用话语标记，如you know, I mean。





3. Do you prefer shopping in small shops or big shopping centres?

你更喜欢在小商店还是大型的购物中心购物呢？





考生回答　Actually, I usually prefer big shopping centres because there is so much to see… but, you know, sometimes that's a problem. I mean, we wander around chatting and looking at everything and don't buy anything and then, when I get home, I say to myself, oh my God, if I had bought that green skirt, I could have worn it to the party tomorrow!

考官点评

没出现语法错误。令人印象深刻的是该考生使用了虚拟语气（if I had bought that green skirt, I could have worn it…），这表明她的语法知识很广泛，在语法方面可能得7分或8分。

考官总评：

请注意该考生在最后是怎样用一个虚拟情境进行了回答，以及如何使用了一个虚拟从句，所以给考官留下了深刻的印象。

 , and I knew he was still mad about it… and then I realized that my phone was out of battery and I thought, oh no, I've already checked in my battery charger. It's with my shoes in my luggage, so what do I do? So I am sitting
 there thinking about it for a moment, and I noticed this guy sitting opposite me, so I smiled and asked him if I could use his phone, and then I called my boyfriend again, and he still didn't answer, and then about ten minutes later he rang back to the guy's phone, and I could tell he was wondering who this guy was and what was going on. Anyway, finally we got our call on board
 and we got on the plane, and took off, and the flight was fine, and we landed in Guangzhou and then I realized that we were at the wrong terminal. So I had to go and get my luggage, and get my charger out of the suitcase, and then I found a powerpoint and I was charging my phone when my boyfriend showed up, and then we both just kind of burst out laughing, cos the whole situation was kind of ridiculous, and then we took the train into the city together and it felt so good to be home and to get everything sorted out at last.

考官点评

该考生能够在说一大段话时保持语法的准确性。

动词时态：运用了多种时态，让人印象深刻，包括一般现在时（they say）、一般过去时（tried, didn't get through, realized, sat, noticed, called…）、过去进行时（I was going, he was wondering）、现在完成时（I've already checked in）和过去完成时（hadn't arrived）。

形容词：根据上下文判断，the worse one we ever had中的worse应用其最高级worst。

语法准确性：出现了三个时态方面的错误，其中is delayed应为was delayed，the worse one we ever had应改为the worst one we've ever had，以及am sitting there thinking应改为sat there thinking。

介词及代词：使用准确且适当。只有一个介词用错了：rang back to the guy's phone应改为rang back on the guy's phone。

句型：考生能够使用复合句，比如Anyway, I tried to phone my boyfriend but I didn't get through to him and I was a bit worried about it because we had had a really big argument a couple of days before, probably the worst one we've ever had, and I knew he was still mad about it…

总体错误率：低。

评分：该考生在语法方面可得7分。





2. Do you travel often?

考官点评

在回答这种表示就要接近结尾的“过渡性问题”时，这样的简短回答很不错。

businesswoman have to应为a businessman or businesswoman has to…以及he want应为he wants。

形容词和副词：词汇量非常有限。

介词和代词：还可以。

句型：目前来看，考生主要就是将简单的句子和短语堆砌在一起。虽然考生试图用复合句，但没有用好。

总体错误率：高。

语法准确性：he got应该是he has，is后不应该有do。还犯了一个一般现在时第三人称的基本错误：he still have应为he still has。另外，he has grown the company to make it bigger中的短语to make it bigger是多余的，因为grow本身就有“发展壮大”的意思。再就是the people应改为people。

介词和代词：介词使用准确（idea about the internet, work for him）。

总体错误率：太高。

介词和代词：修饰people的定语从句的引导词应为who，故which应改为who。

总体错误率：太高。

考官点评　语法准确性：这次稍好一点。I like to do也不算错，但在表示爱好时，用I like doing更好一点。





6. 考官：Do you think parents in China put too much pressure on their children to succeed?

考生　In China, that's for sure, that's for sure. We have so much pressure on us, on us shoulders
 . I mean, if I get one bad mark on a test, then my parents complain me and blame me
 , so I always feel the pressure to be the success

 me crazy.





考官点评　语法准确性：

（1）us shoulders应改为our shoulders；

（2） complain不是及物动词，所以complain me是不对的，用complain about me或criticize me都可以；

（3）the pressure to be the success应改为the pressure to succeed；

（4）Sometimes it is driving me crazy应该用一般现在时，即Sometimes it drives me crazy。





7. 考官：Do you think money is important to success?

考官：Thank you very much. That is the end of the speaking test.

非常感谢。口语考试结束了。

考官总评：

错误率太高。考生不能运用复合句，经常出现停顿，语速太慢，有一些语句的重复。总之，在语法和语言流畅度方面的得分都为5分。

第4节　标准四：发音

中国人在学习英语时，会感觉有些音特别难发，比如会经常念错clothes（衣服）、development（发展）和usually（通常）。事实上，如果你能清楚地说出I usually wear formal clothes to talk about criteria to measure international trade in Vienna，你就可以跳过这一章。

不过，多数情况下，考生身上真正的问题并不是个别单词的发音，而是说话的节奏。英语的节奏与其他语言不同，这是英语学习者需要掌握的。

这一节主要谈中国学习者在学习英语过程中碰到的发音、节奏和重读音节等问题，还会介绍考生改善发音的几种切实可行的方法。

一、让考官告诉你：如何评价你的发音

How to Evaluate Your Pronunciation Level

陈老师

Daniel, I'm familiar with the IELTS public criteria for pronunciation but what I'd like to know is what IELTS examiners really care about - in terms of pronunciation - when they interview a candidate…

丹尼尔，对于雅思口语发音的官方评分标准，我很熟悉。不过我想知道在发音方面雅思口语考官真正看重的是什么？

丹尼尔

Well, the first thing the examiner wants to ascertain is whether or not they can understand the candidate! If they are struggling to understand the candidate, then that candidate is probably no more than band 4…But most candidates are perfectly intelligible.

嗯，考官首先要看自己是否能听懂考生说的话。如果考生在说的时候，他们感觉听得很费劲，那么考生的得分很可能超不过4分……不过，多数考生都能让人明白易懂。

陈老师

Does bad pronunciation give the examiner a negative impression of the candidate?

那么，如果考生的发音不好，是否会给考官留下负面印象呢？

丹尼尔

To some extent, that's true. But examiners are trained to listen for each criterion so, even if a candidate has poor pronunciation, they might have good vocab and grammar and the examiner will register this. For example, a candidate might score 6 in fluency, vocabulary and grammar but only 4 in pronunciation.

从某种程度上说，的确如此。不过，考官的任务是要按四个标准全面考查考生，因此即使考生的发音不好，但在词汇和语法方面的表现还不错，考官也会注意到。例如，考生在流畅度、词汇和语法方面可能得6分，而发音只有4分。

How quickly do examiners get a feel for the candidate's pronunciation level?

考官很快就能判断出考生的发音水平吗？

丹尼尔

Very quickly, within the first minute I would say.

是的，会很快，可以说不到一分钟。

陈老师

As fast as that?

有那么快？

丹尼尔

Sure. As soon as the candidate starts to speak, the examiner is getting a feel for the pronunciation level, the candidate's vowel sounds and so on. Are the sounds clear? Are those sounds being organized into sense units? Does the candidate put the stresses in the right places? Those are the things the examiner is listening for.

当然。只要考生一开口，考官就会感觉到他的发音水平、元音的发音情况等。考官会关注考生的发音是否清晰，是否能按照意群断句，重音是否准确等问题。

陈老师

Are vowel sounds a particular problem?

元音的发音是一个很特殊的问题吗？

丹尼尔

Well, there are more vowel contrasts in English than in Chinese so it can be a problem. Remember, in English, we have 26 letters but 44 sounds.

噢，与汉语相比，英语中元音的发音更多样，所以这就会产生问题。别忘了，英语有26个字母，但有44种发音。

陈老师

Assuming the candidate is better than a level 4, how does the examiner distinguish the subtle differences?

假如考生的得分在4分以上，考官怎样区分他们之间细微的不同之处呢？

丹尼尔

If you look at the public criteria, to get a 6, the candidate has to be able to use a range of phonological features. They have to be able to chunk appropriately; they have to get the stresses in the right place.

你看一下评分标准就知道，要想得6分，考生的发音要能体现出英语的许多发音特点，包括能够在合适的地方断句，重音要落在正确的音节上。

陈老师

Do they have to pronounce every word accurately?

每个词的发音都必须很准确才行吗？

丹尼尔

No, but the guidelines say that there should only be occasional lack of clarity. The examiners work with detailed guidelines, and refer to those guidelines before determining the score.

那倒不必，但按照评分指导标准来说，你只能偶尔有几个音发不清楚。考官工作时会有详细的评分指导做参考，而且在确定最终分数时会再参照这些标准。

陈老师

What about candidates who get 7 or 8 on pronunciation?

那么，对于发音能得7分或8分的人，会是什么情况？

丹尼尔

Those candidates are closer to native speaker delivery: very clear, all the stresses in the right place, natural rhythm.

这些考生的发音已经接近英语是母语的人——发音清晰、重音位置准确、节奏自然。

陈老师

What does that really mean, "natural rhythm"?

“节奏自然”指的是什么？

丹尼尔

It means that the candidates understand the fact that English is stress-timed, that we bunch words into sense groups, skipping over and sort of crushing the "unimportant" words, and hitting the important ones.

这是指考生已经掌握了英语发音的特点，即英语的节奏是根据强调的重点而定的；语句读起来需按照意群进行停顿，不重要的词可以轻轻带过，但重要的词要重读。

陈老师

Do many candidates get 7 or 8 for pronunciation?

那么，在发音上拿到7或8分的考生多不多？

丹尼尔

Well, I examined a woman recently who had been living in New Zealand for some time who scored a 7 on pronunciation and could easily have had an 8. The reason she didn't get an 8 was that she mispronounced a number of words. But her rhythm was excellent. I have also interviewed candidates who got 8 for pronunciation and who have never left China. That's a remarkable achievement.

噢，我最近考过一位在新西兰住过一段时间的女士。她的发音得了7分，本来她可以轻松拿到8分的。遗憾的是她有几个音发错了，但她的语言节奏很准确。我还面试过几个得8分的考生，他们从来没有出过国。这非常了不起。

陈老师

Do you think candidates who have a good musical sense are better at pronunciation?

你觉得乐感好的考生的发音是否也会更好？

丹尼尔

It definitely helps. Having what we call a "good ear" is a big advantage for anyone trying to improve their pronunciation. Two of my kids are musically inclined, and they are both gifted at learning languages.

确实如此。对任何想改善发音的人来说，听力灵敏的确会带来很大的优势。我有两个孩子的乐感都很强，也都有学习语言的天赋。

二、中国人最难发的九个音

Difficult English Sounds for Chinese Learners

根据广大中国考生在口语考场的表现，丹尼尔总结出了中国人最难发的9个音：





1．在发/ʒ/音时，比如读usually/ˈju:ʒuəli/, measure/ˈmeʒə/，casual/ˈkæʒuəl/和juice/dʒu:s/时，中国人通常会把usually读成/ju:rəli/。

2．在发clothes/kləuðz/中的/ðz/时，中国人常读成/ziz/，这样clothes听起来就像closes。

3．汉语中没有/v/这个音，因此考生常把/v/和/w/弄混，例如会把invite/Inˈvaɪt/读成/Inˈwaɪt/，把development/dɪˈveləpmənt/读成/dɪˈweləpmənt/。

4．在读train或trade中的元音/eɪ/时，中国人尤其需要把它和bed，thread，head或tread中的元音/e/区别开。

5．读kind或mind时要特别注意元音/aɪ/的读法。

6．school或movie里的元音/u:/和full里的元音/u/容易混淆，必须区别开。请通过下面这个句子来体会二者的区别：His wallet may be full/ful/, but he is still a fool/fu:l/.

7．lot, cotton或shot里的元音/ɒ/在汉语中没有对等的音节。因此，不要混淆shot/ʃɒt/和short/ʃɔ:t/的读音。

8．中国的一些南方人会容易混淆/l/和/r/的发音，会把fried rice说成flied lice。
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9．中国的英语学习者有时还会误读词尾的辅音连缀音节
〔1〕

 ，因为在汉语中很少发这种音。有一些考生会在辅音后面额外加一个元音，如把basketball发成/ˈbɑːskɪtbɔ:lə/。同样，如果一个单词出现辅音连缀，例如读asks，有些学习者会添加音节，发成/ɑːskəz/。还有一些人会把辅音去掉，发成/ɑːsk/。

如果你把以上提到的错误发音纠正后再去考试，那么你一开口就会留给考官一个良好的印象。这样你的分数可能就会在6—8分之间，而不是4—6分之间。

三、教你改善英语发音

Methods for Dealing with Pronunciation Problems

1．丹尼尔教你改善发音

1　找出你有哪些发音让别人难以听懂，然后看看这些发音是元音还是辅音。

2　听听英语为母语的人如何发这些音。

3　把你的发音录下来。录音时，不要单独发孤立的音，而是要放在句子中去读。

4　找出自己的发音与纯正发音的区别。

5　找出正确的发音方法，即应该以什么样的口形和如何运用发音部位。如果身边有母语是英语的人，你可以密切观察他们发音时的口形。

6　在不同语境中进行练习。例如，这个音在句子的开头怎么发，在句子中间又如何发。把自己的发音录下来并仔细辨听。

7　请母语是英语的人听一段你连续说话的发音，并给出评价。然后你可以把录音上传到www. ieltsyes.net，我们来给你打分。
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2．陈老师教你改善发音

1　确认你知道每一个音标怎么发音。

2　清楚如何正确发元音。

3　放慢速度读句子，如果你说的语速太快，就无法知道自己哪个发音有问题。

4　选发音标准的音频进行模仿，反复倾听并进行比较。

四、五大发音要素，如何各个击破

Five Key Success Factors for Pronunciation

1．节奏和重音

语言学家把英语称作“有重音节奏的语言”，意思是说英语的节奏是按照强调的重点来划分的。重点词汇就是具有实际意义和需要重读的词，而那些不需重读的词就不必强调，因此通常你听不到这些词的读音，但是可以猜出来。这种形式被称为“弱读”。看看下面这句话：

I went to New York for three weeks.

哪一个词需要重读？回答是：具有重要信息的词。那么这个句子中到底哪些词重要？会不会是I？很显然，I是重要的，但事实上I不需要重读，因为通常情况下听者都知道是谁在陈述。

那么went是重点词吗？从某种程度上说，went是重要的。但如果说话者是在回答“Where did you go？”这个问题，那么went就不需要重读。
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重点词是New York，three和weeks。这些词才具有实际含义，因为它们告诉我们说话者去了什么地方，去了多久。看看下面的变化形式你就明白了：

I went　　to/tə/　Tokyo　　　for/fə/　　　　five days.

I went　　to/tə/　London　　　for/fə/　　　　a week.

I went　　to/tə/　Mogadiscio　for/fə/　　　a month.

I went　　to/tə/　Perth　　　　for/fə/　　　two weeks.

I went　　to/tə/　Kunming　　　for/fə/　　　the weekend.

与原句相比，句子结构没有改变，改变了的是：地点（目标城市）和持续时间（five days, a week, a month, two weeks, the weekend）。

因此，说话者要强调这两个部分，让自己表达的意思更清楚。

请注意，单词to和for在这里被弱读成了/tə/和/fə/。这些词的音发得非常轻，可能会听不到。为什么会有这种情况呢？因为我们认为这些词是理所当然会有的——介词to表示活动的目标，介词for表示持续的时间。无论你是去悉尼还是莫斯科，永远是to加地点；同样，无论是去五天还是一年，始终用for来表示。这些介词是必需的，所以无需强调。

2．弱读音节

在以上例句中，to和for都被弱读了，没有重音。与汉语不同，英语中有大量的弱读音节。因此，中国人在读英语句子时就习惯于把每个音节都读出来，不会弱读。

还是以句子I went to New York for three weeks为例，如果把to和for的音全发出来，而不弱读，那么整个句子就失去了节奏。

3．语调和态度

英语中会用很多种不同的语调来表达惊奇、嘲弄、怀疑、讽刺或质问。语调不同，要传达的态度也不同。
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surprise = 惊奇

"John! Amazing! Wow, what are you doing here? I thought you were still in Vietnam! That's incredible! When did you get back?"

teasing = 戏弄

"So that means you don't want to go to the movies, right? You prefer to hang out at home and just revise your IELTS stuff, right, and leave me here all lonely and sad? Oh, so you do want to go? I mean, you're sure you can spare the time? Hey, I don't want to take you away from something important now…"

disbelief = 怀疑

"Now, hang on, let me get this right. You're telling me that the reason you couldn't come to school yesterday is because your poor old uncle - who's too sick to answer the phone, right? - he wanted you to read stories to him? Ah-huh. And is this poor uncle feeling better now? Could I speak to him and wish him well for the New Year?"

sarcasm = 讽刺；挖苦

"Let me get this right… You've been here all day and you haven't had time to do the dishes. Oh, I understand, sitting in front of the computer must have been so tiring, right? Yeah, the concentration. Oh yeah, of course. And I guess you had to haul your ass into the kitchen to get a beer! How exhausting for you. Yeah, yeah, I understand. No problem, no, no, no problem. I really wouldn't want you to strain yourself, you know. Please, take it easy. Don't exert yourself too much."

question = 质问

"Mr Li, I'm asking you if you've seen this man? When? Thursday? Friday? Which? How do you know it was Friday? OK, so was he alone? Was he alone when you saw him? I'm asking you. Was he with anybody? What did he look like? Tall, short, wellbuilt, fat, skinny? Hair colour? What was he wearing? C'mon, Mr Li, what else did you notice about this guy? It's important. We need to find him. OK, now Mr Li, would you recognize him again? If we showed you a photo?"

4．连读和停顿

由于汉语词语基本都是单音节词，所以中国人在读英语句子时，总是习惯一个词一个词地分开读，而不是将它们顺畅地连成一体。

要想流利地说英语，就必须把词汇流畅、自然地连在一起读出来。换句话说，你必须学会把词汇连续地说出来，该停顿的地方停顿，该连读的地方要连读。

那么什么地方该连读呢？以辅音结尾的单词后面跟着一个首字母发元音的单词时就应该连读，如cup of tea。如果我们说：Would you like a cup of tea，单词cup与of就要连读为/kΛpəv/。

再举一个雅思考试中会出现的例子。当考官介绍第二部分的考试要求时，注意他是如何使用语调和重音的，以及为了突出以下重点词和短语是如何停顿的： topic, one to two minutes, one minute, notes, paper, pencil, notes, topic, television program that you dislike。

Now, I'm going to give you a topic and I'd like you to talk about it for one to two minutes. Before you talk, you'll have one minute to think about what you are going to say. You can make some notes if you wish - do you understand? Good, now here's some paper and a pencil for making notes, and here's your topic. I'd like you to talk about a television program that you dislike.

5．体会抑扬顿挫

有些学生在学习英语的过程中可能会听说过一本由卡罗琳·格雷厄姆（Carolyn Graham）写的书《爵士韵律》（Jazz Chants）。书中介绍了诸如击掌之类的加强节奏感的技巧，帮助学生体会英语中的抑扬顿挫。

下面请通过经典英文名著中的三个片段来练习英语的节奏。第一段节选自1601年莎士比亚所著的《哈姆雷特》；第二段节选自狄更斯于1852年至1853年间出版的小说《荒凉山庄》；最后一个片段来自2011年出版的迈克尔·康奈利的小说《落下》。

2　In Chancery

《荒凉山庄》（Bleak House）是查尔斯·狄更斯所著的一部极其伟大的小说。小说讽刺了19世纪英国法律制度和司法机构的黑暗和残酷。下文中提到的一些地点——伦敦法学会（Temple Bar）、横平法院（Chancery）等都与伦敦法律界相关。在小说的开头，狄更斯描述了11月份雨雾笼罩下的寒冷的伦敦。
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LONDON. Michaelmas Term lately over, and the Lord Chancellor sitting in Lincoln's Inn Hall. Implacable November weather. As much mud in the streets as if the waters had but newly retired from the face of the earth, and it would not be wonderful to meet a Megalosaurus, forty feet long or so, waddling like an elephantine lizard up Holborn Hill. Smoke lowering down from chimney-pots, making a soft black drizzle, with fl akes of soot in it as big as full-grown snowfl akes—gone into mourning, one might imagine, for the death of the sun. Dogs, undistinguishable in mire. Horses, scarcely better; splashed to their very blinkers. Foot passengers, jostling one another's umbrellas in a general infection of ill-temper, and losing their foothold at streetcorners, where tens of thousands of other foot passengers have been slipping and sliding since the day broke (if this day ever broke), adding new deposits to the crust upon crust of mud, sticking at those points tenaciously to the pavement, and accumulating at compound interest.





Fog everywhere. Fog up the river, where it fl ows among green aits and meadows; fog down the river, where it rolls defi led among the tiers of fishipping and the waterside pollutions of a great (and dirty) city. Fog on the Essex marshes, fog on the Kentish heights. Fog creeping into the cabooses of collier-brigs; fog lying out on the yards, and hovering in the rigging of great ships; fog drooping on the gunwales of barges and small boats. Fog in the eyes and throats of ancient Greenwich pensioners, wheezing by the firesides of their wards; fog in the stem and bowl of the afternoon pipe of the wrathful skipper, down in his close cabin; fog cruelly pinching the toes and fingers of his shivering little 'prentice boy on deck. Chance people on the bridges peeping over the parapets into a nether sky of fog, with fog all round them, as if they were up in a balloon, and hanging in the misty clouds.





Gas looming through the fog in divers places in the streets, much as the sun may, from the spongy fields, be seen to loom by husbandman and ploughboy. Most of the shops lighted two hours before their time—as the gas seems to know, for it has a haggard and unwilling look.





The raw afternoon is rawest, and the dense fog is densest, and the muddy streets are muddiest near that leaden-headed old obstruction, appropriate ornament for the threshold of a leaden-headed old corporation, Temple Bar. And hard by Temple Bar, in Lincoln's Inn Hall, at the very heart of the fog, sits the Lord High Chancellor in his High Court of Chancery.

3　What would push a man to commit suicide?

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Bosch began by carefully rereading all the reports and summaries he had clipped into the binder. Bosch got up and went into the bedroom hallway, flicking the light on. Framed on the wall was a single-page poem. Almost twenty years earlier Bosch had been in a restaurant on Venice Beach and by happenstance the author of the poem, John Harvey, was giving a reading. It didn't seem to Bosch that anybody in the place knew who Chet Baker was. But Harry did and he loved the resonance of the poem. He got up and asked Harvey if he could buy a copy. Harvey simply gave him the paper he had read from.





Bosch had probably passed by the poem a thousand times since he had last read it.

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I grew up in a suburban town called Wayland, Massachusetts, and my sister and I shared a bathroom as we grew up. This was fine. In the mornings we would go and I would perhaps take my shower first, or maybe she would take her shower first, but we had very different habits when it came to showering. I would carry my clothes into the bathroom, shower, dry off and then put them on. My sister would go take a shower, then take the towel with her back to her bedroom where she would then change her clothes. To each his own, that's fine, but my sister had this other habit of, after drying off, leaving her towel in her bedroom. This is fine as well. We both had our own towels. However, the next day my sister would go back to the bathroom, take a shower and discover that her towel was not there because it was sitting, damp, on the floor of her bedroom. So, being resourceful, she would simply take my towel which was sitting on the rack and use that as well. I am happy to share my belongings with my sister but, almost without fail, my sister would then take my towel into her bedroom as well and leave that towel lying on the floor of her bedroom. Not to fear, we had a linen closet in the bathroom with backup towels, so I would simply grab one of those towels, use it and hang it on the rack to dry, and sure enough, come the next day, that towel too would be missing from the bathroom, lying on the floor of my sister's bedroom. After a few days of this had gone by, and I had already spoken to my sister several times - which is an important step in conflict resolution, you must first initiate contact with the conflictee and discuss the problem with them - I would get fed up and need a way of getting revenge. 2. A Business I Would Like to Start (UK Pronunciation)

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What I would like to do is set up my own furniture business, importing furniture from Europe into China. I think there's a lot of interest amongst people here in China in things from Europe, historical things, so there's a lot of good quality furniture that was produced over the last 400 years that could be brought here to China and I think would be greatly appreciated. So what I would like to do is to set up a link with an antique centre in the UK which already sells furniture to other parts of the world, then I'll go over there and find the kind of furniture that I think would do really well here in China and arrange for it to come over here and try to sell it through established shops, antique furniture shops here, that are already based here. I think there are probably going to be some problems with doing this. I think perhaps one of the biggest problems is importing older things into China because with older wood you're not really sure whether there are some insects inside it, or there are some problems, so you'd have to make sure that the wood was properly treated in order to bring it through Customs, to make sure it was safe to actually bring it into China. So I can see that that might be a problem but I don't think that there would be any big problems in selling it because I think people are very interested in this sort of thing.

There are loads of books that have made an impression on me. I could go through lots of works of literature and talk about how I enjoyed the characters and so on. But, there's another kind of book, a book that's made a very big impression on me for a long time. It's a book called Mrs Beeton's Book of Household Management. Now, when I first moved away from home, had my own place to live in, my mum bought me this book. It's a huge book, very very heavy, and half of it is a cookery book with recipes to show you how to cook lots of traditional British food. But the other half of it is about how to run your home. It tells you, for example, that if you live in a cold place, where the water freezes in the winter, you need to put salt in the toilet to stop it freezing in the winter time. It will tell you how to write letters to different people. It will tell you how to find somebody to help you clean your house. It will tell you, if you've got something wrong with the roof of your house, and you need someone to come and fix it, it will explain how you can give instructions to people, how you can check that they've done a good job, and how you can pay them. So it will explain all the things that you need to know when you start to live in your own home. So anytime I had a problem I could go to this book, I could look up any of the problems that I had and then I could deal with them without having to pay somebody to tell me what I should do, or without me having to ring somebody up and ask them what to do. So I suppose it gave me a bit more independence and it's been a very useful book and I still have it on my shelf. Actually, I still have it in my iPad.

4. Another Culture (UK Pronunciation)

Speaker: Paul Creasy (UK) Teacher & Comedian
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I used to live in the Czech Republic, in Prague, and I learned several things about Czech people while I was there. One of the things I learned was that people like it when you take off your shoes before you go into their houses. But they don't just like it; it's considered something that is incredibly impolite not to do. The only problem is that, in Czech they say, when you go into their houses, to be polite they say, you don't have to take off your shoes, which can be a problem for foreigners who've just arrived in the Czech Republic, because it leads to a lot of foreigners embarrassing themselves in front of their Czech girlfriend or boyfriend's family by walking dirt all over their houses because the people have just told them that they don't have to take off their shoes. Another thing is that there's a famous Czech dumpling that they serve that looks like a, a sort of a handkerchief, a napkin, that you would get in a restaurant. One businessman once embarrassed himself by being served one of these, thinking that it was actually a napkin and kind of unfolding it, and wiping his face with it… um, which kind of embarrassed him in front of his new Czech business partners as it was the first time that he had met them in the Czech Republic. Another thing is that there's a famous Czech author called Milan Kundera who is very very popular abroad but he's not popular at all in the Czech Republic because of the fact that he has kind of renounced his Czech citizenship and decided that he is more French than he is Czech. So, being in a conversation with a Czech person, obviously you are going to try to bring up Czech people that you like and admire. Um, if you bring up Milan Kundera, then the Czech person you are talking to will probably think that you are being incredibly rude and spiteful about Czech people.
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5. Furniture (Canadian Pronunciation)

Speaker: Penny Colville (Canada) Editor & Educational Technologist
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Well, I wish I could talk about the kind of furniture that I really like and where I bought it and how much I'm enjoying it, but the fact is I rent a furnished apartment and therefore all of the furniture, or almost all of it, belongs to the landlord. I thought I had the jump on getting some control on that when I realized that the fl at had no furniture in it at the time of rental and my landlord assured me that I would get to select the furniture, or have some say in the furniture that he was going to put in the apartment. And I gave him some basic requirements and one of these was a couch. So he went off to shop for the couch by himself, communicating with his wife by cellphone picture and with me by cellphone picture, and he sent this horrible, this picture of this horrible, you know, puffy, fl oral, chintz couch and not just one but two couches and a huge armchair to match, and I'm in this diminutive space and my apartment can only really take so much. I texted him immediately and said "No no no, this is overstuffed. I want something clean and modern and low, and can't you just get me something like that?" "Nope, no". The three items of furniture were delivered. They barely fit inside the living room. I had to move the armchair to another room. I got used to it eventually, but for the first couple of weeks, honestly, I felt like I was in my grandmother's house with all of these large and threateninglooking flowers beaming up at me from every, every seat in the room.

6. Game (US Pronunciation)

Speaker: Sara Burt (US) Teacher & Actress
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A game that I remember playing in my childhood was playing House. We would just say "Let's play House", and someone would pretend to be the Mum or the Dad, and then someone would be the baby, or the child. I guess I would say that this wasn't necessarily my favourite game, because it got old really fast, because kids aren't always that creative, and they're always falling into the same, like whiney-baby role, or scolding mother. But what I really enjoyed about playing House was when we had special materials to play with, so for example outside, in the playground, when there was a sandbox, we would play with sand and make mud pies, or actual mud, and then sometimes we'd also play in the playground structures themselves, so there'd be metal structures and they looked more like a house, or something, and then it became a little more physical as well. Then we got more away from the play-acting and the typical roles that were not so creative, I thought, and we actually made something with the mud pies. What I really would have liked was a tree house. I always dreamed of having a tree house but there weren't so many trees around where I grew up so I guess it would have been hard to make a tree house. And the best House experience I had, I guess, playing House, was when we had a big box, especially refrigerator boxes, those were the best. So of course they didn't come around very often, but when we had a very big nice refrigerator box, we would be able to make it into a clubhouse. It could be just a house, but sometimes we'd make it into a clubhouse and we'd cut windows, and use markers and decorate on the outside, and it would be a totally kids-only world, a place where adults wouldn't go, and where we could let our imaginations run wild and create a fantasy. And we'd have rules, like rules about only having fun, and of course no adults. And we practised roles of leadership and everything would be fun. So it would've been nice if it were a tree house, I always liked that the best, but the best place was the clubhouse where I had the most fun.
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7. Law (US Pronunciation)

Speaker: Stan Seiden (US) Researcher & Improviser
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I want to talk about making a law in my apartment building. My apartment building has two elevators. Technically, it has three elevators but no one has ever seen the third elevator work and, to be honest, we're not even sure there's an elevator behind those doors. It might be just a cave. However, the problem with these two elevators is that they're not on the same system, meaning that if you push one button in the lobby calling for the elevator, it will only call one elevator. If you want to call both elevators, you have to push both buttons. The problem is, almost everyone in our apartment building thinks that they should push both buttons, no matter where they're going or which floor they're on. This is usually fine but it means that, if I am standing in the lobby and both elevators are on floor 10, and someone on floor 20 is in a hurry and pushes both buttons, I have to sit and watch as both elevators go all the way up to floor 20 so that one person can get into one elevator and then wait for both elevators to come back down because, chances are, I got tired of waiting and pushed both buttons myself. Therefore, I think my apartment building desperately needs a rule where you are only allowed to push one elevator button. It's up to you which button you push. Hopefully you'll make the right choice and you won't have to wait too long, but it's also possible you'll push the button just to discover that even though the elevator was just one floor below you, someone in the lobby pushed it first and now you have to wait for it to go all the way down and come all the way back up. Yes, that may be frustrating, but it's far less frustration than everyone down in the lobby is feeling as they watch both elevators go all the way up to the top of the building and come all the way back down again. I'm not entirely sure what the punishment should be for violating this law. Maybe it should be that you don't get to ride the elevator for a week. Maybe it should be that you have to share your apartment with everyone who you made wait for an extra couple of minutes or for, I don't know, a day or two. Whatever the punishment, it should be very strict because I think it is very important that this law can be enforced effectively, improving the lives of everyone in my apartment building.

8. My Personality (Canadian Pronunciation)

Speaker: Penny Colville (Canada) Editor & Educational Technologist
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I suppose I'd like to think that one good part of my personality is optimism, that I tend to have an optimistic character. But I wrestle with this, because on other occasions I think that it's not really optimism; it's recklessness or it's blindness, or it's not tempered with enough realism, and in that case I call it my fatal optimism. The worst parts of being too optimistic are of course that you don't give up on things when really you should give up on things, and redirect your energy along a much more fruitful path, and then what you're dealing with is not just optimism but a kind of stubbornness, a determination to make things work that really you have no business wasting your time on. You should draw the line sooner and, what do they call it? "cut your losses", and remain optimistic, but by moving on to another and better objective. I don't know where I get the optimism from, but I know that it has contributed to other good things like endurance. I'm not a fast swimmer; I'm not a fancy swimmer, but I can swim long distances; I'm an endurance swimmer. And endurance is - particularly when you're in difficult modern times like we are now, or when you're in a new culture, or when things aren't going well -endurance is always a good quality and I think optimism is a good part of that, and it might be, maybe, part of a British streak in my character. My father was always very positive and expected the best and generally got it.
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9. A Practical Skill (US Pronunciation)

Speaker: Sara Burt (US) Teacher & Actress
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Baking is something that I learned when I was pretty young. And I was probably younger than most kids when I learned how to bake and cook because my mum was special. Most mums are very cautious with their kids in the kitchen and would never let them independently experiment with baking and cooking due to all the dangerous things like the heat source, like the stove top and the actual oven where you could burn yourself. And I did burn myself several times, although I think everybody does in the process of learning how to cook and stuff. And another thing is, you know, knives that are sharp. And the last thing is the mess that you can make. So most mums wouldn't necessarily be patient about their kids making a big mess in the kitchen, or else they would hover over their kids, and make sure that they were cleaning up after each little step. Well, my mum was special in both regards, in two regards at least, because she let me cook basically whenever I wanted to, and she didn't hover over me, she just kind of let me make my big mess, and I think she had to nag me probably to clean up, and then she probably had to finish helping me clean up afterwards. I probably didn't do a good job, but I'm very grateful to this day to the opportunity that she gave me because it's become a hobby for me my whole entire life and I enjoy cooking to this day. And what attracted me to cooking was partly because I just love creating things and I like making things for other people, but more than that was probably that I just love to eat and I especially love to eat sweet things. And, you know, mothers wanna feed their kids green vegetables and healthy stuff, and cookies are not healthy, especially the favourite cookie, the chocolate chip cookie which is probably what I made the most and what people rave over the most and loved the most in America. So I was indulgent and I wanted to eat my sweet food and I didn't mind making a mess and I was very lucky to have a mum that allowed me to do this and my friends today are lucky that they can come to my house and enjoy my good baking and cookies.

10. Restaurant (French Pronunciation)

Speaker: Norah Cotterall-Debay (France) University Student in the UK
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I like going to the restaurant beside my high school and not just because it's so close. Actually, there are a bunch of reasons why I like it. Well, first off, the food is really not expensive, which is a pretty important consideration when you're a student, right? Well, and even if the food isn't always the best quality, or made from the best nutrients, there's nevertheless a huge choice of dishes. There are so many different things on the menu. Um, I reckon I could go there for a year and I still would not get to the end of it! Because it's like a popular restaurant, you never feel uncomfortable there. They have small tables but they are not too close together. Um, I think they redid the decoration about a year ago and now everything is red, and there's a kind of glitter substance on the table tops which looks really cool and they also made a bigger window so you can see out into the street better. I go there two or three times a week with my friends. It's noisy too, but in a nice friendly sort of a way, like you tuck yourselves around the table and you can eat great food and you can chat and have fun and feel very relaxed. And the staff are super nice as well, they're always smiling and easy-going, and they always greet us when we go in. Um, for example, I remember once the waitress advised me to order a particular dish. It was Disanxian, because I really did not know what to have and I thought it was delicious. So I guess they really know how to treat their customers and make you feel welcome, and that's another reason why I really like it.
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11. Sporting Event (UK Pronunciation)

Speaker: Paul Creasy (UK) Comedian
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A sporting event that I haven't attended that I think is the most important sporting event in the world, and the one that I would like to go and see the most, is definitely the World Cup final. By the World Cup final I mean the football World Cup final. By the football World Cup final I mean the soccer World Cup final, as Americans would say. I feel like it's the best sporting event in the world, still. Now, in football, there's the European Champions League, which has kind of overtaken the World Cup as the competition that perhaps people and the players consider the most important, um, probably because of money, they get paid so much nowadays. 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The wild animal I like best is the tiger because I think they're just magnificent animals. They look superb. I think they look incredibly beautiful, the beautiful coat they have on them. They have superb muscle tone, and like all felines they move with such grace, and of course there's that sense of incredible power, because they have such strong legs with great big paws on the end. Well, in April I watched the Royal Wedding on tv.

Do you think the examiner would be interested in that?

Sure.

What about if I talk about sports news, or entertainment news?

That could work too. But remember the examiners have heard candidates talk about Yao Ming countless times so they might not be very excited if you launch into a story about the NBA…

Entertainment news can be OK. If you talk about someone like Jay Chou, though, be sure to use his English name. And don't just say you like his music. Talk about his acting, about the illness he had when he was a teenager, his parents' divorce, things like that…

OK. Mmmm, do you think the examiner will have heard of Wuyue Tian, or Zhang xuan, for example?

Probably not. The examiners are foreigners. Most of them don't speak good Chinese, and they are in the 35-65 year age range… so that will have an impact on the kind of stories that interest them.

二、在第三部分展现全面的知识

Informed in Part Three

现在说说如何在第三部分展现全面的知识。下面这位考生在第二部分的讨论中已经展示了语言的流畅度、词汇和语法，除此外还传达了大量的信息（见本书第44页）。在第三部分，考官想证实考生在第二部分留给他的好印象，看看考生在问答一些更宽泛、更抽象的问题时的表现。





考官　Well, we've been talking about a news story that interested you, concerning Fukushima, and now I'd like to ask you some more general questions in relation to this. Let's consider first of all access to the news. Do you think it's easy to access news these days?

Definitely. We all have mobile phones. People are constantly online. There's a whole bunch of news websites that you can click on at any time of the day or night. So we can access the news really really easily and I think that's, um, that's a big change from when I was a kid.

bunch, news websites和click这些词汇都用得很好。





考官　What was the situation like back then, when you were a kid?

那你小时候的情形是怎样的？





Well, I remember when I was just about maybe ten years old, my dad would come home with the newspaper and sit down in a chair with a cup of tea, and read the news and make comments to my mum and, you know, take his time over it, think about it, whereas nowadays we do everything much faster… we get news from Weibo, maybe just a fl ash or an image or even a video clip, and then we maybe tweet that to someone else to test it and find out what's going on. We just don't have enough time to sit back and digest the news the way my dad did.





丹尼尔　tweet和digest都是让人印象深刻的词汇。语意连贯，复合句把握得非常好。在回答童年的问题时，考生勾勒出了一幅场景，但并没有回答那时的消息是不是灵通。





考官　Why is that? Is it because the pace of life is too fast these days? Or because the news is too complicated?

为什么会这样呢？是因为当今的生活节奏太快了吗？还是因为新闻太复杂了？





Mmm, maybe both, actually. I think that the pace of life is very fast in China. There's a lot of pressure on people to make money or succeed in their studies or whatever. So they have a lot on their plate. And a lot of the news, yeah, it's complicated, but it also seems to be very distant from our lives, you know. There's no real connection. I mean, if the news is about the elections in Russia, frankly I don't know anything about the factions or the parties there, and also it doesn't really have any impact on my life so I'm basically going to tune it out. And, anyway, maybe some of the information is wrong, or inaccurate.





丹尼尔　语言通顺连贯，语法准确，have a lot on their plate和tune it out用得很好。

由于该考生的知识面非常广，所以能够提到俄罗斯选举。这些例子能证实他的观点，也有助于他流利地说下去，并用上专业的词汇，如factions。





考官　You mentioned news being inaccurate. Do you think that, in general, the news media are objective?

你提到了新闻的不准确性。总体来说，你认为新闻媒体客观吗？





Actually, no. I think that there's always - aaagh, what's the word? Bias! Yeah, bias, bias in the news. I mean, if it's the Japanese media writing about China, for example about the South China Sea and the Diaoyu Islands, then the way they write and what they say is going to be influenced by historical events that occurred for one hundred years
 . But not just in Asia. I mean, when the US and the American press reports on China, then there are a lot of beliefs about China, or even fears about China, that influence the way they report things. So they're not objective. They have their own agenda. And so, you have to be aware of that, I think, you have to be aware that the news is inevitably biased. It's never objective.





丹尼尔　该考生的知识面很广。他能谈古论今，如目前的钓鱼岛问题，从而论证了自己觉得新闻报道难免偏颇的观点。

考官　So you don't think the American media report accurately on China?

所以你认为美国媒体对于中国的报道并不准确？





No, like I said, they have their own agenda. I mean, whether it's the new aircraft carrier last year, or articles about the Chinese yuan, they are always trying to present their view. It's not objective at all.





丹尼尔　该考生在时事方面掌握的大量信息——无论是航空母舰还是人民币的新闻——都可以有力地证明自己的观点。





该考生可得8分。





考官　Thank you very much. That is the end of the speaking test.

非常感谢。口语考试到此结束。

第2节　高分考生应与众不同

The IDEAL Candidate Is Distinctive

考官每个周末要考30位考生，其中85％—90％的考生年龄都在18—25岁之间。这意味着考官会不断见到生活和学习经历类似的考生。也就是说，你必须要更加努力才能脱颖而出，才能与众不同。

你在很多方面都可以与众不同——你的穿着打扮、心情和态度等。但请记住，这是场语言考试。所以最重要的是你要在语言能力和想法上表现得与众不同，甚至是你对话题的解读要与众不同。

下面我们来看一个第二部分的考生范例，该话题的题目是：A Friend of Yours，话题卡上的描述是：You should say who this friend is, how you met, what you do together and why this friend is important to you.

该考生在卡片上写下了下面三个词。





Macy

Actually, the friend I want to talk about is a sheep, called Macy. Not a real sheep, she's a toy, a fluffy toy, you know, about this big. Macy and I met about two years ago, in a shop, the day I broke up with my boyfriend. So I bought her… She was so cute, and I needed somebody to talk to, somebody soft, somebody I could trust. So Macy entered my life… yay! Actually, I call her Macy. It's her English name, cos at that time I had just started studying fashion and I really admired a designer from South China called Ma Ke. It sounds a bit like Macy.

What do we do together? We just hang out, especially in the evening. We listen to music together. I tell her about what happened to me during the day. I tell her my secrets, and she listens. She's a great listener, you know, and sometimes I put my head on her, like a pillow, and she's very soft and warm and she never complains. Not like my ex-boyfriend! Macy is much more patient and mature!

Yeah, Macy is really important to me… I remember one time, when I was visiting my aunt in Wuxi, I left her behind when I took the train back to Shanghai. I really missed her! I had to call my aunt, and wait a week before my uncle came to Shanghai and gave her back. Ummm, also Macy is very fashionable. You know, she's a Yang, like people born in the Year of the Sheep, so that means she's quiet, and elegant, and also Yang people try very hard not to hurt your feelings. Just like me, they need to feel loved and protected! They're maybe not very good about big decisions - not about love anyway - but actually deep down they are very passionate!

考官点评

考官听到这样的回答可能会惊讶，但更多的是惊喜。





该考生拥有描述幻想的语言。





语法：不仅用了一般现在时和一般过去时，也用了过去完成时（I had just started）、过去进行时（I was visiting）。另外，还用了情态动词（somebody I could trust）和动名词（studying fashion）。





语法准确性：很准确。两分钟内没有出现一个语法错误。





词汇：用词丰富、准确，用了很多形容词，如fluffy, mature, patient, elegant, fashionable和passionate；还用了一些动词短语，如I broke up with my boyfriend和leave something behind。介词和名词的用法也都正确。





该考生的得分在7分至8分之间。

第3节　高分考生应融入对话

The IDEAL Candidate Is Engaged

能够融入对话的考生不仅仅只是愿意表达或者能够表达自己的想法，而是更甚于此。即使他们意识到考官可能会不同意自己的观点，他们依然会坚持。

这样的考生喜欢认识不同的人，并乐于与他们交谈。当自己的想法受到质疑时，他们能够想到其他办法为自己的观点找到充分的理由，并用例子来证明。

融入与考官的讨论意味着要准备好表达自己的观点，并为自己的观点辩护。记住，双方的交流永远没有正确答案。如果你觉得考官并不同意你的看法，不要担心，也不要退缩。如果你能够从容地为自己的观点辩护，考官会更加尊重和赞赏你，而你的分数自然也会提高。

下面我们就来看一个这样的成功案例，该名考生正是由于在第三部分表现突出而提高了自己的分数。第二部分的话题是“可以使世界更美好的职业”，而他的回答是想成为银行家。由于他在这一部分犯了许多词汇和语法错误，所以考官将其分数基本定为5分。到了第三部分，考官问了一个似乎与考生观点不一致的问题，考生坚持了自己的观点，并给出了很好的回答。这样就有助于考官提高他的分数。





考官　Well, we've been talking about a job that you think makes the world a better place, being a banker, and now I'd like to ask you some more general questions related to this. Let's consider first of all the role of banks. What do you think is the role of banks?

嗯，我们刚讨论了什么工作能让世界变得更加美好，你的回答是银行家。现在我想问一些与这个话题相关的问题。首先，我们来谈谈银行的职能。你认为银行的职能是什么？





I think banks are very important. They have a key role to us. All of us need banks. I mean, for common
 people, you receive your salary and you don't want to keep it in your bedroom! So you put in a bank and that means is safe
 . You can access the money easily, because banks have machines everywhere for cash. Also they can give you a credit card to make your life more convenient.





丹尼尔　语言很流利，但有一些语法错误：第一句中的to us多余。另外，在英语中，我们形容“普通人”时一般用ordinary people，而不用common people。So you put…一句中的put后少了代词。is safe前应加it。





考官　What about companies? What kind of services do banks provide to companies?

那么公司呢？银行为公司提供什么样的服务？





Companies have money going out all the time. For example, to buy raw materials and to pay their staff. At the same time they are asking money to their customers
 . So, to make everything smooth… and keep a balance, the bank gives
 the money so the company can operate easily - what it wants to pay and what it wants to receive. So, for companies, credit from banks is very important.





丹尼尔　此处的回答比刚才好。考生很笃定地谈到了购买原材料和给员工发薪水的问题。虽然语法和词汇方面还是有些错误（比如gives应是provides；asking money to their customers应该是requesting payment from their customers），但考生融入了讨论之中。





考官　You've been talking about the positive role that banks play. But don't banks also have a negative side? For example, weren't banks largely responsible for the financial crisis in 2008?

你刚才谈到了银行起到的积极作用。但银行也有消极的一面吧？例如，银行对2008年的金融危机不就应该负主要责任吗？





Well, I know that in the US and the UK, some banks bankrupted themselves
 during that crisis. My professor told us about a bank in the UK called RBS. They made so many mistake
 . It was a big problem for the UK Government.





丹尼尔　除了mistake应该用复数形式外，没有其他语法错误。动词时态也很准确。用词准确，只有一处不恰当，bankrupted themselves应该是went bankrupt。





考官　OK, take the case of RBS. Weren't the managers of that bank paid massive salaries? Isn't that part of the problem?

好的，以苏格兰皇家银行为例。银行的经理不是拿很高的薪水吗？难道这不是部分原因吗？





Maybe, but in China, the bankers are not paid that much. In China the regulations are more strict
 . There is not the same difference in the amount
 of salaries.





丹尼尔　考官似乎还想继续追问2008年金融危机中银行应承担的责任。但考生并没有紧张，平静地应对了挑战，有力地维护了自己的观点。

more strict应改为stricter。





考官　A lot of people in the West say that the financial crisis was largely due to the greed of bankers and the finance industry as a whole. What do you think about that?

很多西方人说金融危机的主要原因是银行家及金融业的贪婪。你怎么看？





I don't agree with that. It's true that traders who play on the money markets can get big bonus
 But in fact that bonus that you get is justified because you have to be able to make the money first; you have to find the good deals. If you find the good deals, you can get the bonus. So it's fair.





丹尼尔　语法准确，除了第一处的bonus应改用复数形式bonuses。为了给自己的观点辩护，考生甚至还使用了条件句，回答得非常连贯。不管考官是否认同他的观点，也必须承认他回答得很好。





考官　Yes, but those traders… I read that in the US the finance industry accounted for something like 40% of all corporate profits in 2008. Is that normal?

是的，但这些经纪人……我了解到，在2008年的美国，金融行业的利润占所有企业利润总额的40％。你觉得这正常吗？





It's not like this in China. Here we are a manufacturing country. We make so many things for export and also for our domestic needs. Take the car industry for example. Maybe the car industry makes
 pollution in the cities but at the same time the car industry is very important for the economy in China. For common
 people, it is a big day when they buy a car. For me, too, because my girlfriend will be happy. If people buy a car, money will circulate through the national economy, and that is good because it is activity, and activity is going better
 . These days, people don't buy a car with cash money
 . They pay with their bank card. So that shows how important the banks are to, to make money flow through the economy. If we don't have bankers, we don't have economic activity and life just stops!





丹尼尔　考官的话：Is that normal？显然表示他持有不同的看法。但从他的角度来看，考生并没有退缩。即使他是间接地进行了回答，但他自信地表达了自己的看法，并举例说明。语法和词汇方面还是有些错误（比如用progress比going better要好一点），但回答流利、投入。正因为如此，他才能够用上这些词：manufacturing，domestic needs，car industry，pollution，national economy，flow，economic activity。

由于该考生的回答中出现了多处错误，有可能只能得5分。但他在第三部分的良好发挥使他最终拿到了6分。





考官　Thank you very much. That is the end of the speaking test.

第4节　高分考生应思路流畅

The IDEAL Candidate Is Able to Run with an Idea

你的思路要清晰流畅，换句话说，可以用生活中的例子或新闻中看到的事件来证实和阐述自己的观点。不要只是简单背诵陈词滥调和老生常谈的内容。讨论时你需要向对话中注入一些活力、色彩和例子。

一、在第三部分无法展现流畅思路的案例分析

Not Able to Run with an Idea in Part Three

该考生没有充分利用好第三部分的讨论机会。注意看评论部分。





考官　Well, we have been talking about a book you enjoyed reading, Gossip Girl, and I'd like now to discuss with you one or two more general questions related to this. Let's consider first of all owning books. Why do you think people like to own books?

嗯，我们刚谈论了你喜欢读的一本书——《绯闻女孩》。我想问你一两个关于这方面的问题。首先来谈一下藏书。你认为人们为什么喜欢藏书？





Well, I think that maybe they like to reread them, so it's convenient to have them right there in their house. They can put them on the shelf and look at them. And maybe it gives them a sense of fulfillment. But personally I prefer e-books.





丹尼尔　用到了reread, shelf, e-book和sense of fulfillment等很好的表达。回答流利、连贯。目前来看，该考生7分有望。





考官　OK, let's talk about e-books. What are the advantages of e-books?

好的，那我们来谈谈电子书吧。电子书的优点是什么？





They are very convenient. I can read them on my phone when I am in the subway. You can download them very easy
 . You know, that is a big advantage for us nowadays.





丹尼尔　有一处小的语法错误（easy应改为副词easily）。其他方面还可以，只是回答太短了。如果考生能再举个例子会好得多。





考官　Do you think that e-books will replace traditional books, that traditional books will eventually disappear?

你认为电子书会取代传统书籍吗，传统书籍最终会消失吗？





Maybe. I think that can happen. But some people like old books. Especially old people, they are not very modern. And maybe those old people are not so familiar to
 technology so it is more difficult to them to use it.





丹尼尔　回答内容过于平淡。语法错误率不高，familiar to应改为familiar with。考生回答的逻辑性强，但词汇没什么变化，没有例证，观点未能展开深入阐述。old people are not very modern的表达是种赘述，观点也不够新颖。这种陈述只会减弱讨论效果。





考官　Let's talk about the benefits of reading. What are the benefits of

reading?

我们来谈谈阅读的好处吧。阅读有哪些好处？





Well, I think that when you read, you can relax yourself
 and also you can expand your horizons and learn more knowledge. You can expand your knowledge of different aspects of your life and you can study more. That will help you in your life.





丹尼尔　考生的回答依然连贯、流利，用到了词汇aspects。语法方面犯了一个基本错误（relax yourself应为relax）。最主要的问题是，她还是不能举例来深入讨论自己的观点，多数陈述是陈词滥调（expand your horizons），使用的句子也都是简单句，不能充分展示词汇和语法水平。7分已经岌岌可危。





考官　Do you think it's important to encourage children to read?

你认为鼓励儿童阅读很重要吗?





Yes, I think children should read books because they can learn a lot from them. And if they want, they can read it out
 , and so they get used to the sounds. I mean, I think reading is good for developing language ability of children.





丹尼尔　考生的回答还是很有逻辑性，但词汇量有限，还出现了几处语法错误：Read it out应该是read the story aloud；developing language ability应是developing the language ability。而且，她的观点很标准化，无个人特色。其实她举点例子并不难，比如“我的侄女王飞，她……”。换句话说，她应该从自己的生活中给考官举出一个例证，这会让她的回答更富有原创性，同时也让自己有机会用上更丰富的词汇和语法。





考官　You read Gossip Girl and you have also seen the tv series. In general, do you think it is a good idea to read a book before you see a film or a tv show made from the book?

你读过《绯闻女孩》，你也看过它的电视剧。一般来说，你认为阅读某本书前先看翻拍的电影或电视剧好吗？





I don't think it is necessary for everybody. I think it depends on the person. People are different from each other. Some people like to read books but other people just like to watch tv, because it is more convenient. It helps them to relax themselves
 . In my opinion, I think both ways can be OK. It depends on your preference, and maybe the time you have, which one you will choose.





丹尼尔　考生反复用一些基础词汇。观点也毫无新颖之处。

语法知识把握得很好，但广度不够。依然未能深入对观点展开论证，这表示该考生的语言资源不够丰富。考生的分数只能为6分。





考官　Do you think books make good gifts?

你认为书是很好的礼物吗？





I think so. But I think it depends on the person. Some people don't really like reading. Maybe they prefer to watch some tv programs, or maybe they just like to be with their family, or hang out with their friends. But other people like me like to read books because they are interested to know more about a subject. So, if somebody gives them a book, and it is a book they like, they will be happy.





丹尼尔　考官从一个新的角度进行提问，因为之前的讨论没有达到预期的效果。但考生还是反复使用基础词汇（depends on the person）。

语法没有出现错误，还使用了条件从句（if somebody gives them a book…）。

然而，考生仍然未能举证来深入说明自己的观点。





考官　Have you ever given someone a book as a gift?

你送过书给别人作礼物吗？





Actually, yes. I gave my boyfriend a book about music because he really likes music, especially the blues. It is his favourite.





丹尼尔　考官看了看计时器，问了一个私人问题。这可能是因为考官觉得即便再问具体的问题，也不会有其他收获。





考官　Thank you very much. That is the end of the speaking test.

非常感谢。口语考试到此结束。

It's set in old China, before 1949. I've already read it in Chinese but now I want to read it in English.





丹尼尔　有一处小的语法错误（easy应改为副词easily）。

考生举了老舍作品的例子，这让她有机会用上make a living，struggle和rickshaw等词汇，也能展示语法知识，如一般过去时（I downloaded）、现在完成时（I've already read it in Chinese）、-ing形式（trying和struggling）及介词（by，about和before）。





考官　Do you think that e-books will replace traditional books, that traditional books will eventually disappear?

你认为电子书会取代传统书籍吗，传统书籍最后会消失吗？





Maybe. I think that could happen eventually. It's a kind of evolution. But old people still prefer traditional books. Like I said before, they can own them and enjoy having them on the shelf in their house. And usually old people are not so familiar with modern technology so it's not easy for them to change their habits and get accustomed to e-books. But, I guess, in fifty years or so, the old people will be the ones who grew up with e-books so things will be different then!





丹尼尔　考生回答得很好，并用上了一些好词（evolution, get accustomed, change their habits）。语法准确，逻辑合理、连贯，与考生之前的回答也能够衔接得上。





考官　Let's talk about the benefits of reading. What are the benefits of reading?

我们来谈谈阅读的好处。你认为阅读有哪些益处？





Well, I think that when you read, you can relax and also you can expand your horizons and discover new things, discover the lives of people in other countries for example. I have a foreign friend from Canada who has read Luotuo Xiangzi, and Lu Xun. Those books are fascinating and he said they help him understand China better. And, likewise, a lot of my friends and classmates like reading stuff from overseas. Actually, my cousin is reading a book by an Australian author. I forget his name, but she really likes it - it's about teenagers in Australia during an invasion of their country. It's a whole series. She's reading in English too, so she can expand her vocabulary. And, actually, she wants to go to Australia for study, so I guess it's a good introduction to Australia for her…





丹尼尔　考生一开始便用了经典的陈词滥调：expand your horizons，但接下来没有出现类似的情况。她通过列举自己国外朋友阅读的书籍和自己表姐的事例来证明自己的观点，展开回答。在介绍表姐时，她用上了teenagers，invasion和series等较好的表达。

回答得很生动也很连贯——最后，考生又重申了读书的好处。

注意，因为考生有很多话要说，所以考官问的问题比较少。

如果能够这样回答，考生的分数可为7分。

第5节　高分考生应充满活力

The IDEAL Candidate Is Lively

你应该精力充沛、充满活力，就像在舞台上表演一样。记住我们前面说过的话，考官每周要考30位考生。这意味着这份工作是重复性的。所以只有通过生动和外向的表达，并表现出你的活力，你才能让考官觉得时间过得快一点。
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那么怎样算充满活力呢？在下面的对话中，我们会讨论什么样的肢体语言、眼神接触、姿势和语言会让你显得活力四射。

陈老师

Daniel, what do you think students can do to inject some energy into the interview process and make the interview more lively?

丹尼尔，你认为考生怎么做才能在考试过程中显得精力充沛、充满活力？

丹尼尔

A bunch of things. First of all, gesture and facial expressions are very useful.

有很多方面都可以注意。首先，手势和面部表情很重要。

陈老师

Body language?

是指肢体语言吗？

丹尼尔

Well, it's mainly gesture and facial expression. The students are sitting on a seat so they don't have a chance to move around. But they can still communicate energy.

嗯，主要是手势和面部表情。考生坐在座位上，所以无法四处走动，但他们依然可以充满活力地和考官交流。

陈老师

Yes, I notice when our teachers carry out mock interviews, sometimes the students are devoid of all facial expression. They concentrate so hard on what they want to say that they turn into immobile statues!

是的，我注意到在我们老师组织的模拟面试中，考生经常会面无表情。他们的精力全部集中在要说的话上面，所以他们几乎和静止的雕像别无二致。

丹尼尔

So what do you tell them?

那你告诉他们应该怎么做呢？

陈老师

I tell them they need to figure out some gestures with their arms or hands in order to make their expression more lively. Those kinds of gestures also help lubricate the thought process. When we video students, it is easy to point out any lack of gesture. They can see for themselves what movements they make or don't make.

我告诉他们，要用手或胳膊做出一些姿势，表达才能显得更生动。这些姿势还会让思考的过程更顺畅。我们在给考生录像时，很容易就能看出他们没有肢体动作。他们也可以看到自己做了或没做什么动作。

丹尼尔

Yep, gesture and animated facial expressions are all part of normal communication in English.

是的，姿势和生动的面部表情都是日常英语谈话的一部分。

陈老师

What about eye contact? Do you think students handle eye contact well in the interview?

那眼神接触呢？你觉得在口语考试中，考生在这方面做得好吗？

丹尼尔

Not bad, but students who have memorized their answers often look at the ceiling or into space, trying to remember what they have learnt by heart!

还不错，但靠死记硬背作答的考生会经常看天花板或空中，试图回忆背过的内容。

陈老师

You know, sometimes students feel nervous about making eye contact with a stranger. Personally, I advise them to make eye contact with the examiner for 3-5 seconds, then move their eyes away briefly to the right or left, but not up or down.

你知道，有时考生在与陌生人进行眼神接触时会紧张。我个人建议他们要与考官进行3—5秒钟的眼神接触，然后稍稍将眼神右移或左移，但不要看天花板或地面。

丹尼尔

The thing is that many Westerners associate a lack of eye contact with diffidence or even dishonesty… The other thing that students need is lively language!

问题是很多西方人将不敢进行眼神接触的人视为不自信甚至不诚实的人……考生需要注意的另一方面就是语言要生动。

陈老师

Yep. I tell students that they particularly need adverbs and adjectives.

是的。我告诉考生，他们尤其需要用副词和形容词。

丹尼尔

Some nervous students not only have no gestures and little energy, but also fall back on clichéd language.

很多紧张的考生不仅没有肢体语言和活力，还总是说一些陈词滥调。

陈老师

Example?

比如说？

丹尼尔

For example, if a candidate is talking about transport, and the examiner asks about problems with public transport, the candidate may say "We often have traffic problems in Shanghai. It is a problem to us". The examiner is not going to be impressed by the range of vocabulary or the grammatical accuracy in that answer, right?

比如，如果考生谈论交通，考官会问公共交通的问题，考生可能就说：“上海经常出现交通问题。这对我们来说是个问题。”考官就不会对他使用的词汇或语法有印象，对吧？

陈老师

Absolutely. The candidate could say, "You know, in Shanghai, traffic jams are an everyday occurrence. It's a real dilemma for the local government, because they don't want angry drivers sitting impatiently in cars, feeling frustrated and annoyed."

没错。考生可以说：“你知道，在上海，每天的交通都很拥堵。这是令当地政府非常头痛的问题，因为他们也不想让愤怒的司机不耐烦地坐在汽车里，感觉既沮丧又恼火。”

丹尼尔

That would be much, much better. "Dilemma", "angry", "frustrated" and "annoyed" are all excellent vocab items and that adverb "impatiently"also works well. And, if they can accompany that with some kind of gesture or mimic of the angry drivers, then that really is powerful communication.

这个回答会好很多。dilemma，angry，frustrated和annoyed都是很好的词汇，副词impatiently用得也不错。如果在说的同时再加上一些手势或模仿愤怒的司机，这样的交流就更有效。

陈老师

But that kind of liveliness means a lot of practice.

但是具备这种生动性意味着要不断练习。

丹尼尔

Sure.

当然。

Do…

Have fun with English. Fun = lively

Practise using gesture when you speak

第1节　考前倒计时

Countdown

一、考前一周The Week Before the Test

三、考试当日的早晨The Morning of the Test

早晨醒来后，就开始用英语和自己对话。可以说说天气，说说你的感受，还可以对自己的分数进行预测，或回忆之前的三四周里你看过的新闻。用英语对自己说，而不是汉语哦！

When you wake up, start talking to yourself in English.

早点出门。记住，如果迟到了，你是进不了考场的。所以请准备好足够的时间赶到考场，并留足时间进行拍照和办理其他考前手续。

Remember, if you are late, you will not be allowed to enter. Avoid the tension of having to rush.

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四、考试当日Test Day
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整个上午，你都坐在考场中努力奋战——拼命理解听力段落的细节，尽力在写作时想出点新花样，并几度为阅读文章里的词汇迷惑不解。等这几部分结束后，你就终于熬过了考试的大部分，可以暂时喘口气了！

下面马上就要面临口语考试了，很多考生尤其害怕这一部分。但如果你之前已经做好了准备，并积极应对，这会是一个展示你聪明才智的机会呢！

But if you are prepared, and lively, this is an opportunity to show your talent!



如果你的口语考试被安排在写作考试完成后的当天，你至少会有两个小时或更多时间为考试做准备。如果考试在周末，而你的口语考试被安排在了周日的话，你就会有大量的准备时间。

相信之前你已经为这次考试准备了数月的时间，那么在最后的这几个小时里应该做些什么呢？首先有一件事是肯定的，那就是你绝对不要再埋头苦读任何一本口语书了！就连这一本也不行！在这最后关头，千万不要再去试图记忆任何语句和表达方式。你真正需要做的是让你的头脑进行热身运动，激发你的积极性，调动你的注意力。所以最好的方法就是自己说英语给自己听——缓慢、平静地说出脑海中会闪

现的任何想法！不要担心会出现停顿或重复，这在讲话时都是正常现象。但这种自我表述的方式能有效地帮助你缓解紧张情绪，同时让你的声音、头脑都能提前进行预热，为考试做好准备。

In the f nal hours, don't bury your head in a speaking book. Don't try to memorize sentences. What you need to do is to warm up your mind, warm up your personality, warm up your attention. So talk to yourself! Slowly, peacefully, say whatever comes into your mind!

Well, it's the 11th of March, and it's Sunday and I've just got up and it is speaking interview day for the IELTS and, uh, I'm a little bit nervous but, uh, I know I shouldn't be. I know it's not a good idea to look in my book now. I just need to think about some of the topics I've just been working on for the last few months and maybe also I can talk about Women's Day, because that was this week, and maybe I can say something about my mum getting a nice present at work. What was it again? Oh yeah, a cosmetics set (化妆品套装) from the… cosmetics set, cosmetics set. I better make sure I get the pronunciation right if I mention it. Anyway, she got it from her boss. All the women in the office got one, so I don't know, maybe that could come up in one of the topics or… if they ask me about gifts or something, it sounds fresh. But I've done so much work on different topics. I've done stuff (材料) on animals. I've done stuff on what you can learn in a new culture. I've done stuff on, you know, pollution and travel. There are so many things, and also I've been reading news online, so I guess I need to…There's been some good vocab there, about conflict (斗争), for example, or elections, or troops… like American troops that were in Afghanistan (阿富汗) before they got… what's the word, not retreated (退却), before they got withdrawn (撤退), withdrawn, yeah. Today I'm gonna have some breakfast. I told mum that I would do it myself. I am just going to make a couple of eggs this morning and have some zhou, zhou… porridge, porridge, yeah. This word, porridge. And I guess I'll… I think my interview is at 11:35, so I'm going to leave here about, I think, I think about 9:30, so pretty soon, and just head over (向……进发) there and…maybe even take this little digital recorder with me and just keep talking a bit to myself in the street even if people think I'm crazy, um, just so my voice is warm, and um, I'm used to pronouncing things, saying things, and I'm not - you know -thinking in Chinese when I go into the room, so if I get there early I'm going to sit in the waiting room and maybe just keep running through (快速回顾) a few topics and stuff in my mind. Well, I went to the gym (健身房) last night so I feel pretty bouncy (充满活力). I think, I think that's good because they told me that when you go into the testing room you need to feel lively (有活力的), you know, maybe not be too much, be excessive (过度的), but be able to show the examiner that you're lively, you know, that you're listening and also you move your upper (上部的) body a little bit, and have a little bit of hand gesture (手势), so I think all the work I've done over the last six months must be useful. I don't think I'm going to be too nervous. I'm not going to take any books with me. I'm just going to head out there and hope for the best, and hope I get a good start and if I get a good start, I'm sure it is going to go well, oh yeah!
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通过以上这种自我表述的方式，你就可以让自己的头脑进行充分热身，减少紧张感，并准备好将自己的想法用语言表达出来。

五、考试过程中During the Test

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第2节　提前了解国外文化

Culture in Study, in Family, at Work, in Life

你很快就要参加雅思考试了，而且希望顺利通过后就能开始在西方的学习生活。那么，与中国相比，说英语的那些国家——美国、英国、澳大利亚、加拿大、新西兰等国的文化到底有什么不同呢？





常有人说，文化之于人如同“水之于鱼”。换句话说，我们每天都像鱼儿一样畅游在自己国家的文化源泉中。对于我们来说，身边的一切都是如此熟悉与自然，以至于我们几乎没有感觉到它的存在，更没有意识到文化其实是诠释世界的一种具体方式。



考官语录

It has been said that culture is "water for fish". In other words, we swim in our own culture all day long.
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只要比较一下中国人、法国人、美国人的问候方式就明白了。对于中国人来说，他们认为自己的问候方式很正常，而法国人和美国人也觉得他们的问候方式再自然不过。但到底什么是正常而自然的，这在不同的文化中就会有不同的含义。

当然了，文化也是会改变的，但没有你想象中那么快！跨文化研究领域的一位先驱者海尔特·霍夫斯泰德曾在他的书中写道：“文化在改变……速度如同冰山融化！”尽管事实的确如此，但在如今全球变暖的大环境下，冰山融化的速度比以往要快多了！也就是说，现在我们面临的多元文化影响比任何时候都更广泛和强烈。

下面让我们通过丹尼尔和陈老师的对话，一起来了解一下中国和英语国家的文化的区别。等看完这一节，你是不是就会对自己将来在国外的生活充满信心呢？

一、我在教室里应该怎么做？

How Should I Behave in the Classroom?

讨论观点：在中国的课堂上，一般都是老师们占据主动权；而在西方的课堂上，老师则期望学生们可以掌握主动权。

陈老师

Chinese students act in the traditional Chinese style: they listen instead of thinking for themselves. When I was a child, I was often told that "listen to your teacher" means to follow what teachers say, and is a sign of being good. Teachers prefer kids who accept their ideas without discussion, so that their big classes can run smoothly. On the other hand, Western students develop their own ideas rather than simply getting information from other people. It's a key difference! Chinese students must remember that IELTS examiners are Westerners (and were once western students) who expect students to show the same kind of initiative that Western students show.

中国学生在课堂上还是会遵循传统的中国教学方式——听讲往往多于思考。我小时候听到的最多的话就是“要听老师的话”，意思是要照老师的话去做，这才是好学生。老师们也更喜欢那些听话的孩子，这样他们有很多学生的大课堂也可以进展得很顺利。而西方学生则更喜欢有自己的理解和观点，而非从别人那里获得信息。这就是主要的区别。中国学生必须明白：雅思考官也是西方人，也曾是西方学生中的一员。他们也会期待你可以像西方学生那样展现出同样的主动性。
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丹尼尔

This has begun to change in China but it is still largely true. Teacher dominance and student silence seem to be deep-rooted in Chinese culture and in the Chinese education system. Sitting quietly, listening to the teacher, refraining from asking questions which might suggest that the teacher's explanation was not as clear as it should be, is normal for Chinese students. But it is not normal in the West.

这一点在中国已经发生了改变，但从很大程度上来看依然属实。老师处于主导地位而学生一言不发，这种现象在中国的文化和教育体系中根深蒂固。安静地坐着听老师讲课，不提任何问题就是多数中国学生在课堂上的表现。但这也有可能说明老师讲得不够清楚。但在西方，情形就有很大不同。
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二、我在单位工作或大学学习时能直言不讳吗？

Can I Be Outspoken at Work and at University?

讨论观点：在中国人的传统观念中，人们应该一直维护和谐，尽量避免正面冲突。然而，在英语国家中，真实表达自己的想法是一个人诚实的标志。

丹尼尔

If you are a Chinese student at university in the West, and you never open your mouth in class, you will give people a negative impression. Westerners expect everyone, students included, to participate by speaking out. Similarly, if you work for a Western company, you will be expected to speak up at meetings.

如果你是一个在西方大学求学的中国学生，在课堂上从不发言，你就会给别人留下一种消极的印象。西方人希望每个人，包括学生在内，都可以通过口头表达的方式参与任何活动。同样，如果你在西方公司中工作，你也应该在会议上表达自己的看法。

陈老师

Many of my students have spent so much time listening to their teachers that they have become almost inert! When they arrive in the Western teaching environment, initially most of them doubt that the Western way of teaching can benefit them. Later on, they realize that the teacher is trying to stimulate their mind and encourage them to be more active in their thinking and learning.

我有很多学生大多数时间都在听老师讲，养成了一种惰性。他们到了西方的教育环境中以后，起初多数人都怀疑西方的教学方式是否能让他们学到东西。随后，他们意识到老师是在努力调动他们的思维，并鼓励他们更积极地思考和学习。
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三、在西方大学里，我需要主动学习吗？

Do I Have to Be Active at a Western University?

讨论观点：中国学生习惯于从老师那里得到事先已经整理好的资料；但英语国家会强调学生自己开展研究的能力。

陈老师

In the Western classroom, group discussion and interaction is common. Students are also regularly asked to do presentations which develop self-learning and enhance self-awareness. But in China, students sit back and wait for pre-cooked material from the teacher. Sometimes teachers are judged by the amount of material they hand out. It's so sad! This helps explain the lack of creativity among Chinese students - they have soaked in this kind of brackish water so long that they find it really difficult to change!

在西方的课堂上，小组讨论和互动是很常见的活动。老师也会经常要求学生做作业展示，以加强自学能力和自觉意识。但是在中国，学生们只需要坐着等待从老师那里拿到已经准备好的材料。有时候他们甚至还会根据老师发放的材料多少去评价老师，真是让人感到遗憾。这一点多少可以解释现在的中国学生缺乏创造力的原因——他们依赖这种生理盐水的时间太长，以至于很难再去改变。
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丹尼尔

Being "proactive" is a key value in Western culture, the very first habit in Stephen Covey's bestseller The Seven Habits of Highly Effective People?
 . Covey says that proactive people:

•　feel responsible for making things happen

•　feel responsible for their own happiness/their own lives

•　take initiatives

•　do not blame circumstances or conditions for their behaviour

In the Western classroom there is an expectation that students will take initiatives, ask questions, search for information on their own, feel responsible for achieving the learning outcomes they want.

积极主动是西方文化极为重视的行为准则之一。在史蒂芬·柯维所著的畅销书《高效能人士的七个习惯》中，他提到的第一个习惯就是要积极主动，而且这种人的特点是:

•　感到有责任要主动创造

•　感到对自身的幸福和生活本身有责任

•　掌握主动权

•　从不为自己的行为去抱怨周围环境或条件因素

在西方课堂上，老师会期望学生能掌握主动性，可以提出问题，自己搜索信息，并对于想要达到的学习目标具有责任心.

四、我什么时候能够独立？

When Can I Start Being Independent?

讨论观点：中国人重视服从家庭的观念，而英语国家更加注重个人的独立性。

丹尼尔

All the English-speaking countries are highly individualistic, and they value personal independence very highly. Children are encouraged to be independent from a very early age. My second son started going to school on his own when he was 6. My eldest son did not go directly to university after he left school. Instead he had a gap year. He f lew to South America and lived for three years in several different countries, learning languages, growing up, making friends, being independent. It's very hard to do that in China - most parents will not accept it.

所有英语国家都十分重视个性化，尤其是个人的独立性。他们鼓励孩子在很小的时候就要独立。我的小儿子6岁时就开始自己去学校上学。我的大儿子高中毕业后没有直接去读大学，而是去过了间隔年，到南美洲的几个不同国家生活了三年，在那里学习语言、成长、结交朋友并培养独立能力。这在中国是很难实现的，因为多数家长都无法接受这样的方式。
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陈老师

Ever since the introduction of the one-child policy, Chinese parents have tended to over-protect their children. Some of the parents who enrol their 20-year-old offspring in our school ask me not only to take care of their learning needs but also to arrange a teacher to go with them to the store to buy some staff! Many of these young adults want to be independent but find it hard to escape their parents' protective umbrella. In my opinion, going abroad is a chance for these young people to grow up and become independent.

自从实行计划生育政策以来，中国的父母一直都给予了孩子过多的关爱。有一些送孩子来我们学校学习的家长不仅要求我照顾他们那些已经20岁的孩子的学习，还要安排老师带着他们去商店买日用品！这些年轻人当中有很多想变独立，但却无法逃脱父母的保护伞。在我看来，出国学习对于这些孩子来说是一个成长和获得独立的机会。
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五、在西方国家找工作……

Getting a Job in the West…

讨论观点：在中国的一些公司里，受雇和升职与员工的家庭背景和人际关系有一定联系。但在英语国家里，员工的受雇与晋升只会考虑公司制度和个人能力。

陈老师

From my point of view, the huge importance of guanxi in China is a sign of a lack of justice. It can lead to aberrations such as the notorious "wo ba shi Li Gang". As society develops, hopefully it will become less important. I advise students to purge guanxi refl exes from their minds! Better to strive by yourself for what you want than to rely on help from people in high places. As a wise man says, it is the journey that counts rather than the destination! And you have more fun, and learn more, if you do things on your own.

我的个人观点是，关系在中国如此重要是一种公平缺失的表现。通常这样会导致一些偏离常规的事情发生，比如著名的“我爸是李刚”事件。但随着社会的发展，希望这样的情况会逐渐减少。我建议学生们从头脑中摒除“关系”的概念，最好能通过自己的奋斗去获得自己想要的，而不是依赖那些高层人士给你的帮助。正如一位贤人所说，旅程远比目的地本身更加重要！而且当你依靠自己去做事时，你可以从中获得更多的乐趣，学到更多的东西。
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丹尼尔

To people in the English-speaking countries (though not in other parts of Europe), using your family connections to get a job is somewhat reprehensible. In general, people tend to be sceptical about the wisdom of working closely with family members. They think that hiring family members lays them open to charges of favouritism or nepotism. What's more, they think that family relationships can easily get in the way of objectivity at work.

对于英语国家的人来说（不包括其他欧洲国家），动用家庭关系获得工作是一种会受到指责的行为。整体来说，人们还是会对和家人一起工作心有余悸。他们认为雇用家庭成员等于将自己置于会受到偏袒或优待亲属的指责的境遇中。而且，他们觉得家庭关系会很容易影响到处理工作事务的客观性。
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六、关系和工作——哪个更重要？

Relationship or Task: Which Comes First?

讨论观点：在中国，关系比工作更重要；在英语国家，工作要比关系更重要。

丹尼尔

If you are in a meeting in China with a supplier or even a client, and you get a call from your big boss, you must immediately respond to that. In China, relationships are more important than tasks. In the English-speaking countries, it's different. People want to "get down to business". Developing the relationship comes later, as tasks are achieved. The Western approach to relationships may seem cold or even naïve to a Chinese person.

在中国，如果你正在会见一位供应商或客户，却突然接到老板的电话，你一定会立即接电话。在中国，关系比任务更重要。但在英语国家，情形却不相同。人们会想先“做好正事”，完成任务后再去考虑发展关系。但在中国人看来，西方人处理关系的方式可能显得有点冷漠甚至比较天真。
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陈老师

Some of my friends think that the importance many Westerners give to tasks shows that they are less warm than Chinese, but I disagree! Business is business! If personal matters keep getting in the way, things can't be accomplished quickly and efficiently. Young Chinese people arriving in Western countries should be ready to focus on the task at hand in a rational way.

我有一些朋友觉得许多西方人更重视处理工作，这表明他们比中国人更冷漠。我不同意这个观点。工作就是工作。如果个人的事情总是在影响工作，那就不可能快速有效地完成工作。中国的年轻人到西方国家后应该以理性的方式处理手头的工作。
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七、如何与老板交往？

How Should I Behave with the Boss?

讨论观点：在很多中国公司里，员工最好不要经常给老板提出负面的或者不同的意见。而多数西方公司则鼓励下属提出有建设性的不同意见和反馈。

陈老师

China is a hierarchical society where we are taught to respect authority and power. At school, we nod our heads quietly, seldom contradicting the teacher. When we join a company, we behave in a way that the boss will approve of. In meetings, we do not voice our opinion but instead wait to see what the boss thinks so that we can agree with him. Westerners speak out in meetings, but Chinese people believe that "the one who sticks his neck out gets hit first"so they try to lay low and remain invisible! They don't realize that, in a Western company, you have to show your talent proactively and win recognition so that you can get promotion opportunities.

中国是个重视等级体系的社会。从小我们就被教育要尊重权威。在学校，我们安静地点头，很少反驳老师。等到工作后，我们也用同样的方式对待老板。开会时，我们不说出自己的想法，却等着听到老板的意见，然后表示附和。西方人在开会时则会直接表达出自己的想法。但中国人则认为“枪打出头鸟”，所以很多人会表现得很低调。他们不会意识到，在西方的公司里，你必须积极表现出自己的才华并赢得认可，才能获得升职的机会。
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丹尼尔

One consulting tool that is commonly used in Western companies is the 360˚ feedback tool, in which managers receive feedback from many people, including their subordinates. To our knowledge, this kind of tool is not used in Chinese companies, where feedback from subordinates is not considered legitimate or appropriate.

西方公司普遍采用一种被称为“360度反馈”的咨询体系。经理采用这种体系可以收到很多人的反馈意见，包括自己的下属在内。根据我们的了解，中国的公司并没有采用这样的体系，而且在这些公司中，下属提意见会显得既不合适也不合乎情理。
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八、我能适应改变吗？

Am I Ok with Change?

观点：在中国，人们倾向于接受现状，而西方人却追求改变。

丹尼尔

I don't agree with this. It seems to me that Chinese people have a great capacity for hardship, in other words a great capacity for endurance, but at the same time they actively seek change. What country in the world has changed faster than China in the last thirty years? That change may be bewildering at times but most Chinese welcome it because they see it as being tied to an improvement in living standards. I think there is little difference between the underlying attitude to change in the English-speaking countries and in China, but of course China - with its powerful economic growth and desire to catch up with the West - is changing much faster.

我不同意这样的说法。在我看来，中国人有了不起的吃苦精神，也就是极强的忍耐力，但同时他们也在积极寻求改变。在过去的30年中，世界上还有哪个国家发生了比中国更大的改变呢？虽然有时改变会带来一些困惑，但多数中国人仍然对这样的改变感到满意，因为这样直接带来了生活水平的提高。我认为中外对于改变的态度其实基本上已没有太大的差异。但中国由于具有飞速发展的经济以及赶上西方的强烈意愿，改变的速度自然要快得多。
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陈老师

Most of the students have a passive attitude towards learning and a passive approach to change. Teachers find themselves having to persuade students to taste something new, to be brave. Students who are keen to change take responsibility for their learning and become proactive. They can then develop this proactivity into a kind of currency, a reflex, an attitude, that will help them to progress in many areas.

多数学生会带着一种消极的情绪面对学习和改变。老师们必须说服学生勇敢地进行新的尝试。热爱改变的学生就会对自己的学习负责任并变得积极主动。而这样的积极性以后就会转变成一种习惯、一种本能和一种态度，并最终帮助他们在诸多方面都取得进步。
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九、爱情也会受文化因素的影响吗？

Is Love Affected by Cultural Factors?

讨论观点：从传统角度看，中国人会先结婚后恋爱，英语国家的人先恋爱后结婚。此外，中国人在表达爱时比较含蓄，而英语国家的人则会大胆把爱说出来。

陈老师

"Marry first, then love"? No, that was my parents' generation, not ours! These days, people take feelings seriously and are more at liberty to show them. Couples choose to spend time together to get to know each other, and then decide whether or not to take the relationship further. But in our materialistic age we often hear "Apartment first, then marry, then maybe love". As for the second point, I think Chinese people prefer to show their love in a practical or touching way rather than just talk about it.

“先结婚，再恋爱？”不，那是我父辈的事情了。现在的年轻人绝对不会再这样选择。如今人们更加重视自己的感情，而且也更愿意自由自在地表达出来。恋人们会选择在一起相处一段时间来了解彼此，从而决定是否进一步发展。但在当今的物质主义时代，我们经常听到“先有房子，然后结婚，再考虑感情”的爱情观。至于第二点，我觉得中国人更愿意以一种较为实际或动人的方式去表达他们的爱意，而不是仅仅说说而已。
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丹尼尔

As Forest says, the first sentence is out of date. But I guess the second part still holds true to some extent - Chinese people are less willing to voice their sentiments than Westerners are. More generally, does culture affect love? Of course it does! Why? Because expectations are rooted in culture. What do I expect from my wife or husband? How often do my in-laws expect us to visit - every weekend, once a month, once a year? To what extent will I share household tasks with my spouse? Culture has a big impact on how we expect the other person to behave in a love relationship. This also can explain why the transnational marriage is a big challenge.

如思清所说，第一个观点显然落伍了。但我觉得第二点在一定程度上还是属实的。与西方人相比，中国人的确不太愿意用语言表达自己的情感。从更宽泛的角度来说，文化会影响人们对待爱情的方式吗？当然会影响。为什么呢？因为对伴侣有何期待是扎根于文化的。我期待从丈夫或妻子那里得到什么？我的岳父岳母或公婆期望我多久看望他们一次——每周一次，每月一次还是每年一次？我和伴侣怎么分担家务？在双方的恋爱关系中，我们对于伴侣有什么样的期待，的确会受到文化的影响。这也就能解释为什么跨国婚姻是一个巨大的挑战。
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十、人与人如何交流？

How Do People Communicate?

讨论观点：中国人的交流方式比较间接，而西方人的交流方式比较直接。

丹尼尔

What this means is that people in the English-speaking countries are more explicit in the way they communicate, in other words they spell things out more. They often repeat key messages to be sure that they are clear. But Chinese people - like Japanese people or French people - leave a lot of things unsaid because, between them, those things do not need to be said. They understand them without words. If you are a good listener and a good observer, you can start to adapt your communication style so that you fit in more easily in the new culture.
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在英语国家，人们的表达方式会更加直率。换句话说，就是说话更加明确。他们会经常重复关键信息，以确保他们表达得足够清晰。但是中国人和日本人、法国人一样，对很多事情并不会说很明白，会有所保留，因为在他们看来，有些事情不需要说很清楚就可以理解彼此。如果你是个好的听众或者善于观察的人，你就应该开始调整自己与他人的交流方式，以适应新的文化。

陈老师

One of the downsides of the Chinese style of communication for Westerners is misunderstandings. Communication is not efficient - Chinese people feel they have explained adequately but for Westerners lots of things remain unclear. When I started communicating with Westerners, I had to learn to be more explicit, to set things out point by point. This way of communicating is not really comfortable for Chinese people. But, personally, when I got used to this style of communication, I found it suits me better than the conservative Chinese way. Many "turtles" have the same experience.

中国人的交流方式容易引起西方人的误解。这样双方的交流就不高效。中国人认为已经解释得很清楚了，而西方人会觉得还有很多内容不够明确。当我刚开始和西方人接触的时候，我不得不学着要更明确地表达自己的想法。这样的方式对于中国人来说感觉会不太舒服。但我个人觉得，当我适应了以后，我发现自己更适合这种而不是中国传统的交流方式。许多海归人士也有同样的体会。

十一、什么方式的身体接触才合适？

How Much Physical Contact Is Normal?

讨论观点：中国人通常在见面的时候避免身体接触，而大多数西方人喜欢拥抱或者亲吻。具体哪种方式更合适要取决于你所处的文化氛围。

丹尼尔

Not all Westerners have the same way to greet people. In France or Italy, people often kiss each other when they greet. Americans like to hug. British people are often more reserved. The amount of physical contact that occurs between people when they meet varies from culture to culture. What is "normal" depends on which culture you are in. Westerners coming to China learn to be more distant, less touchy, when they greet their Chinese friends. They discover that having a lot of physical contact is not "normal" in China.

并非所有的西方人都用同样的方式来问候彼此。在法国和意大利，人们用亲吻的方式来打招呼。美国人喜欢拥抱，而英国人则相对比较保守。问候时的身体接触方式在不同的文化环境中也会不同。到底什么方式合适要取决于身处于哪种文化。西方人到中国后，在问候中国朋友时就会学着保持适当距离，减少身体接触。他们也会发现身体接触的问候方式在中国并非常态。

陈老师

In Chinese culture, we don't use body contact to show our emotions or feelings. In the old days, people would simply make a gesture with the hands to say hello, without touching at all. Now we shake hands. The first time a western woman tried to kiss me goodbye, I totally freaked out! I instinctively jumped back, but suddenly realized how impolite I must seem to her. But this kind of refl ex is rooted deep in our culture. I think the younger generation will find it easier to accept this kind of approach but, personally, it has taken me a long time to get used to it. Of course I realize that this approach can be useful for building relationships.

在中国文化中，我们并不习惯用身体接触来表达情感。在过去的年代里，人们打招呼的方式甚至只是拱手作揖，完全没有身体接触。现在我们开始握手。还记得第一次当一个西方女人试图以亲吻的方式和我告别时，我吓了一跳，本能地往后退，但突然意识到我的反应在对方看来应该很不礼貌。但这种反应是扎根于我们的文化习惯的。我想现在更年轻的一代相对更容易接受这种方式吧！但就我个人来说，还是花费了很长时间才接受的，但我也意识到从某种程度上来说，这样的方式确实有益于拉近关系。

十二、如何表达谢意？

How Do I Show Thanks?

讨论观点：在英语国家，口头表达感谢是非常重要的。但在中国，如果向朋友过多地表示感谢只会使双方关系疏远。

丹尼尔

Like lots of foreigners, when I first came to China, it took me a while to get used to the way Chinese people handle thanks. I remember a Chinese friend helping me check out an apartment once. She was great. For example, she asked the owner loads of practical questions that I hadn't thought of. I thanked her after we left the apartment and then we ate together and said goodbye. On my way home, I texted her to thank her again. She replied, "Daniel, why are you thanking me again? I thought we were friends." I was puzzled because in the West, particularly in the English-speaking countries, we thank people all the time. But I did what I always do in this kind of situation - I asked some other Chinese friends about it, and they helped me understand it from the Chinese viewpoint.

和很多其他外国人一样，我刚到中国的时候，花了很长时间才适应中国人表达感谢的方式。记得有一次，一个中国朋友帮我去租看房子。她很了不起，问了房东很多实际的问题，而我根本就没有考虑到。我们离开房子后我感谢了她，一起吃了饭，然后我们就告别了。在回家的路上，我给她发短信再次表示了感谢。对方回复我说：“丹尼尔，你为什么又谢我呢？我认为我们是朋友！”我立刻迷惑不解，因为在西方，特别是在英语国家，我们总是会为对方的帮助表示感谢。而我仅仅是做出了以往遇到这种情况时会有的反应而已。随后我也问了其他中国朋友，他们帮助我从中国人的思维角度去理解了这种情况。
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陈老师

In Chinese culture, we are polite to the people we are not familiar with. With them, we show our appreciation quite often - this is also a sign of a good upbringing. But, when we know someone well, things are different. We don't say please and thanks all the time because the other person will interpret your thanks as indicating a certain distance, a certain formality. Formality = distance! With friends, we don't say thanks but we keep it in mind. When Chinese students go abroad, they need to be aware that not everyone on this planet does things like us. Say thanks to your friends; show them that you are grateful and that you appreciate what they have done. Your thanks will never be too much!

在中国文化中，我们对不太熟悉的人非常有礼貌。和他们在一起的时候，我们经常表达自己的感激之情——同时这也是一种有教养的表现。但当我们和对方熟悉了之后，情况就改变了。我们不再总是说“请”或者“谢谢”之类的话，因为这样会让对方觉得你们之间有距离，或者是你的感谢是一种礼节。礼节就等于距离！和朋友在一起的时候，我们嘴上不说谢谢，但都心存谢意。中国学生到国外后，应该意识到并不是这个星球上的所有人都和我们一样。你要对你的朋友说谢谢，对他们为你做的事表达你的感激之情。感谢的话永远不会嫌多！

6:10 am. Sunday. The phone rings in my hotel room in Shenyang but I'm already up. Luckily for me, this hotel is one in which you can open the windows… The weather is getting chilly at this time of the year in Liaoning, but personally I still like to have a finger of air coming into the room rather than depending on the hotel air conditioning.

They won't help you now. It's much better to forget the notes, think about something positive and then go into the test room with energy, enthusiasm and presence of mind." Sometimes, even in the corridor, the candidates are still huddled over their cram sheets. How can they expect to be spontaneous and engaging when they are poring over things they have learnt by heart?

8:05 am. We say hello to the test centre staff and collect our materials from the supervisor's room. The supervisor gives us a quick briefing for the day and then examiners grab a coffee from the machine and head off to their test rooms to prepare.

8:15　考场

8:15 am. My test room is spacious and full of light with a nice comfortable chair for the examiner - after all, I'm going to be sitting in the room all day - and a more basic one for the candidate. I look through the photo sheet. As usual, the vast majority of the candidates are around 20 years old, though a couple are as young as 16. It is rarer and rarer for examiners to get candidates who are over 30 but it's always interesting to listen to those candidates' life experience.

His responses are pretty quick and natural in Part 1 but in Part 2 and 3 he does not have a lot to say and starts to repeat himself. His vocabulary is fairly limited and there are frequent grammatical mistakes.

The test hasn't begun yet, but already he is making basic grammatical mistakes. I smile and try to calm him down a bit, and the test begins...

9:00 am. Loud construction noises suddenly start up outside! A few minutes later the noise stops. Thank you, supervisor!

11:30 am. Just before lunch, a very extroverted young lady comes in. She is funny and forthright, not the kind of candidate who simply recites memorized responses! I find myself laughing with her because she is so spontaneous and full of life. Her exuberance is backed up by some good vocabulary and good control of grammar. She gets the highest score of the morning session.

It is very tempting in these cases for the examiner to say something to the candidate afterwards to try and encourage them, but the rules prevent it.

Learning Habits Round-up

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妙招1　扩大词汇量：浏览词汇书

拿起一本英语词汇书和一支荧光笔，浏览全书。每当看到某个吸引你的单词或你觉得会有用的单词，直接用荧光笔标出。中途不要停下来问自己为什么选择这些词而忽略了其他词。一直这样标下去，直到看完全书。相信你的直觉。

第一次浏览时，你可能只会标出书中10％到15％的单词。没有关系，这些是你的核心词汇。学习这些核心词汇，并努力记住它们，尽量运用到句子中。如果你觉得多写几遍有助于记忆的话，那就写一写。

当你逐渐熟悉了这些新单词，发现很容易就能记住和运用它们时，你的自信就会增添了几分。

现在就到了第二遍浏览词汇书的时候了。再一次标出新单词。如果你想将它们与第一批区分开，可以用不同颜色的荧光笔标。这一次浏览时，你就能挑出一些平时比较少用的扩展词汇……开始学习这些词汇，但同时也不要忘记复习核心词汇。

照这个步骤学习下去。当你第三遍浏览的时候，再标出新的单词。反复这个过程，直至你把所有你认为有用的单词都掌握住。忽略那些没用的单词——比如，如果你不是生物学专业的学生，你就不用学“细胞膜”这个单词，可以忽略它。

当你浏览到第五或第六遍时，你会惊讶地发现很多单词已经刻在你的脑海里了。

请记住，词汇是我们交流的基础。你学习词汇不仅仅是为了通过雅思考试。没有词汇，我们就不可能表达自己的想法。

妙招2　扩大词汇量：使用思维导图

利用主题学单词是很好的记忆方法，因为大脑喜欢进行联系，而且有联系的词记忆起来也更容易。根据这一原则来有效记忆词汇的方法就是利用思维导图。使用这一技巧，你就能通过复习已掌握的词汇，找到它们之间的联系，学到你以前不会的词汇和表达法。
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下面就由Daniel的朋友Christina来教你如何画思维导图。首先在一张纸的中间写下一个主题，然后进行“头脑风暴”，把所有你能想到的和该主题有关的词汇都写下来。话题可以是实物，比如“一套公寓”，你可能会想到里面不同的房间和物品；也可以是一个想法，如“假期”，可能包括旅行、住宿、天气和活动等。最重要的是不仅要写下名词、动词和形容词，而且要考虑到冠词、介词和常用短语等。

下面是一个关于“健康”这一话题的思维导图。这样的图不会对你有太大的帮助，因为只列出了一些名词和形容词。
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然后请看下面这个思维导图。两张图都是同一个话题，但下面的图明显就做得更好，因为它列出了一些有用的动词和表达。

在画思维导图时，你可能会注意到有一些重要词汇和表达的英语是你不会的。没关系！先把中文写下来就好，然后继续画图。等到画完了，再去查词典找出对应的英语表达。现在就动手开始画吧！

一旦画出一个思维导图，你就可以进一步检查你是否知道如何从过去、现在和将来的角度去谈论这一话题。

如果你对某个特定的主题想不出丰富的词汇，那就过几天再画一次。

画思维导图有两种方法，一种是用很多颜色的笔在纸上画；另一种是用专门的思维导图软件在电脑上画。

总之，运用思维导图不仅可以帮助你复习你已经掌握了的词汇，还可以帮你学习新的词汇。

妙招3　提高语言流畅度：练习自我陈述

自我陈述也是一种有效的语言训练技巧，就是用想要练习的目标语言说话，说给自己听。这样练习的好处是可以复习词汇并训练用英语口头表达的能力。

训练这种技巧有两种方法，一种办法是观察和描述你周围的事物。

举个例子，当你在厨房中时，看看你能说些什么……

首先列出你能想到的词汇：kitchen，crumbs（面包屑），tissue，junk mail（广告传单），gas meter（煤气表），shelf，cutlery（刀叉等餐具），electric kettle（电热水壶），blender（搅拌机）等。

那么我们如何使用这些词汇呢？可以描述你看到了什么：

"I am standing in the kitchen and there is a long wooden bar running north/south and on the bar there is a diary and some paper tissues and also a pot with pens in it and a few crumbs and also a bunch of papers which appears to include bills and a letter and some junk mail. Behind the bar is the main part of the kitchen with shelves running along the back wall and on the shelves there are glasses and some photos and a big packet of tea and also I can see a gas meter. Under the shelves is the kitchen counter which runs around the whole area and on it there is an electric kettle and also a blender and a rice-cooker and a jar of coffee and some chopsticks and cutlery. If I turn the other way and look at the wall, I can see a painting of some people hanging on the wall on one side of the door leading into a bedroom, and on the other side of that door is a big wooden plate that looks like it comes from Xinjiang maybe or maybe from somewhere in Eastern Europe…"

训练自我陈述的另外一种方法就是思考你的现状和优先要做的事情，就好像你在列一个事务清单一样，并大声说给自己听。看下面这个例子：

"So, the situation is that today is the 10th of October 2012 and it's a lovely day but a little bit chilly and I have a lot of work to do this week and next week. I really must get my philosophy assignment done as soon as possible and then there is the math paper that has to be handed in next week. Also, I need to finish my personal statement and make sure all of my university applications are sent this week or else I will start to panic. I also need to remember to go to yoga class on Friday and to check on the internet to see if there are any cheap flights for December. And I have to contact Katherine and see how things are going with her and whether I can stay with her when I go through Paris."

这种方法的好处在于你每天都能练习。经常进行这样的自我训练，你肯定能巩固并提升自己的语言能力。

妙招4　改善语言的流畅和连贯性：使用《流利口语训练手册》

练习使用《流利口语训练手册》可以增大你的词汇量，改善你的语言流畅和连贯性。每天、每周、每年都可以使用这个手册，用特定的话题来进行头脑风暴训练和词汇记忆。每当你遇到一个让你感兴趣的新话题，你都可以翻开手册中新的一页，写下与其有关的中文或英语单词。

对于写下的中文，查到对应的英语词汇后再添加到话题页上。下一步就是运用手头的录音设备。当你练习谈论各种各样的主题时，你就可以把自己的话录下来，从中找出关键词汇，写在纸上。再次练习时强迫自己说得更快一点，不要出现犹豫或卡壳的情况，要囊括所有的词汇。

另外，还要训练记笔记。如果你能在一分钟内快速记下关键词，那么你不仅能习得助你在第二部分拿高分的词汇，还可以构建起发言的思路。你就可以一个接一个地运用那些词汇来完成你的陈述。所以你必须练习速记，写下可以助你完成两分钟表达的词汇。给自己计一下时，只用50秒来写词汇。用《流利口语训练手册》中的话题来练习，并习惯运用思维导图。

妙招5　学习语法：读书，一种生活方式的选择

多读英文书，养成阅读的习惯有很多好处，可以助你：

•　扩大词汇量

•　激发想象力

•　扩充语法知识

•　熟悉语言的节奏和韵律

•　获得乐趣

•　增长知识

•　通过了解他人经历来开阔视野，丰富阅历

•　学习看清事物间的联系，因此也可以训练管理才能

•　通过熟悉书中出现的单词来减少拼写错误

在作家卡门·卡利尔（Carmen Callil）和科尔姆·特伊宾（Colm Toibin）合著的《现代图书馆》（Modern Library）一书中，他们列出了他们认为在1950—1998年间出版的最好的200部英文小说，其中有英国、爱尔兰、苏格兰、美国、澳大利亚和加拿大的小说，也有非洲、印度、巴基斯坦、加勒比和香港的小说。

据卡门和科尔姆介绍，他们挑选这些书的依据是“作品能流露出作者的才华，阅读起来能给人带来愉悦，让你读完就想和他人分享”。他们列出的书单如下，按作者姓氏的字母顺序排列：

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如果可能的话，从上面这些小说中挑一本看看。书中的词汇可能真的很难，但付出的努力绝对是值得的。刚开始最好读《老人与海》或《麦田里的守望者》，因为这两本书的词汇相对比较简单。

妙招6　改善发音：练习的技巧

1　找出你有哪些发音让别人很难听懂；

2　再看看这些发音是元音还是辅音；

3　听听母语是英语的人是如何发这个音的；

4　录下你自己的发音。录的时候，不要只是单独发这个音，而是要放到一个句子里面读；

5　尝试找出你的发音与纯正发音的区别；

6　弄懂这个音的发音方法，也就是说发这个音时，口形应该怎样，应该使用哪个部位发音。如果你身边有母语是英语的人，在他们发这个音时仔细观察并模仿；

7　在不同的语境中练习发这个音，可以将其放在句首，也可以放句子中间。录下自己的发音，然后听录音；

8　让母语是英语的人来听听你的发音并给出评价，或者将你的录音上传至www.ieltsyes. net，让我们来给你打分。
