  TOEFL全名为“Test of English as a Foreign Language”，是由美国教育考试服务中心（ETS）研发推广的英语能力测试，中文音译为“托福”。托福所提供的语言成绩不仅可以帮助考生申请美国高等院校，也可以成为考生正确学习英语的指南。


  目前，托福考试以互联网为依托进行机考，称为iBT（Internet-Based Test），其整体设计旨在综合评估考生在英语听、说、读、写技能方面的综合能力。近几年，托福考试整体难度逐渐增加，而考生群体则走向低龄化。考生们需要在准备托福考试的过程中打下坚实的基础，因而对于托福基础阶段资料的需求也亟待满足。

  第二部分为句间关系基础，在对句子有了基本的认知和了解之后，本部分内容主要讲解句子间的连接工具以及句子与句子之间的逻辑关系，帮助考生理解文章段落。本部分所选句子练习题目均由托福真题改编，同时也引入了托福阅读中的指代题型和句子插入题型，有助于考生加强对句间关系的认知。


  第三部分为文章演练，本部分内容精选了涉及不同学科题材的九篇托福阅读真题，由权威外教专家进行难度降解改写，并配有标准美语录音，更加贴合基础阶段学生能力的培养。

  7. That this device was a necessary structural compromise is clear from the fact that the cannonball quickly disappeared when sculptors learned how to strengthen the internal structure of a statue with iron braces （iron being much stronger than bronze）.


  8. The developments toward realism and new pictorial subject matter introduced by this revolution are explained in part by the fact that the academic spirit had become anathema to many young painters by the beginning of the twentieth century, when the professional survival of an artist was largely contingent on membership in the National Academy of Design, the American equivalent of the French Academy of Arts.


  9. But having found an oasis of land in a watery wilderness, crossed its reef, and landed, on its shores, the survivors then faced a series of pressing problems for which solutions had to be found quickly if the small group was to become a vigorous, self- sustaining island population.


  10. Of course, the contrast is not quite so stark: in Alexander the Great the Greeks had found the greatest territorial conqueror of all time; and the Romans, once they moved outside Italy, did not fail to learn the lessons of sea power.


  11. Few insects feed their young after hatching, but some make other arrangement, provisioning their cells and nests with caterpillars and spiders that they have paralyzed with their venom and stored in a state of suspended animation so that their larvae might have a supply of fresh food when they hatch.


  12. The skull is cetacean-like but its jawbones lack the enlarged space that is filled with fat or oil and used for receiving underwater sound in modern whales.


  13. Since the laws of physics, not some arbitrary decision, have determined the general form of applied-art objects, they follow basic patterns, so much so that functional forms can vary only within certain limits.


  14. Contrary to the arguments of some that much of the pacific was settled by Polynesians accidentally marooned after being lost and adrift, it seems reasonable that this feat was accomplished by deliberate colonization expeditions that set out fully stocked with food and domesticated plants and animals.


  15. But as more and more accumulations of strata were cataloged in more and more places, it became clear that the sequences of rocks sometimes differed from region to region and that no rock type was ever going to become a reliable time marker throughout the world.


  16. And there were factories in occupations such as metalwork where individual contractors presided over what were essentially handicraft proprietorships that coexisted within a single building.


  17. What we today call American folk art was, indeed, art of, by, and for ordinary, everyday "folks" who, with increasing prosperity and leisure, created a market for art of all kinds, and especially for portraits.


  18. The sculptural legacy that the new United States inherited from its colonial predecessors was far from a rich one, and in fact, in 1776 sculpture as an art form was still in the hands of artisans and craftspeople.


  19. On the rare occasion when a fine piece of sculpture was desired, Americans turned to foreign sculptors, as in the 1770's when the cities of New York and Charleston, South Carolina, commissioned the Englishman Joseph Wilton to make marble statues of William Pitt.


  20. Add to this the timidity with which unschooled artisans—originally trained as stonemasons, carpenters, or cabinetmakers—attacked the medium from which they were to make their images, and one understands more fully the development of sculpture made in the United States in the late eighteenth century.


  21. Instead of trying to keep down the body temperature deep inside the body, which would involve the expenditure of water and energy, desert mammals allow their temperatures to rise to what would normally be fever height, and temperatures as high as 46 degrees Celsius have been measured in Grant's gazelles.


  22. With the turn-of-century Crafts movement and the discovery of nontraditional sources of inspiration, such as wooden African figures and masks, there arose a new urge for hands-on, personal execution of art and an interaction with the medium.

  Attempts at Determining the Earth's Age
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  Attempts at Determining the Earth's Age


  Since the earliest times, people have wanted to know how old the Earth was. Also, we do not just want to know if one rock or fossil is older than another rock or fossil. We want to know the age of it in years.


  Geologists in the nineteenth century knew that if they wanted to find out how old the Earth was, they should look at natural processes. These processes should be constant. They should also leave a clear record in the rocks. Geologist Charles Lyell （1797-1875） saw that evolution is a process like this. He looked at how much mollusks had evolved. From this, Lyell calculated that 80 million years had passed since the beginning of the Tertiary Period. He was very close, since it was actually about 65 million years. However, the speed of evolution for many plants and animals was not well understood. This made it hard to find the age of the Earth in this way.


  Geologists made another attempt later on by looking at the thickness of rock layers. They wanted to find out how long it took each rock layer to form. First, they would compare the thickness of the rock layers brought into the ocean every year. Then, they would look at the thickness of all the rock layers formed in the past. Using this, they thought that they could calculate how old the Earth was. But there was a problem. Geologists did not think about how these processes might happen more quickly or slowly in the past. They also did not think about how the rock layers could be taken away by things like wind. Also, very old rocks sometimes change into other types of rocks. So when scientists used this way to calculate the Earth's age, their numbers were all very different. Some were as low as a million years old or as high as over a billion years old.

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  Birdsong


  There are different things that can influence the way animals behave. One of these things is genes, or the information that parents pass to their children. The other is the environment where the animal lives. A good example of this is birdsong, or the songs that birds sing. A scientist named W. H. Thorpe was one of the first people to study how genes and environment affect development. He worked with chaffinches, a special type of bird. Since then, many other species have been studied. Scientists have found that learning is important in the behavior of all animals, and that genes are also important.


  Thorpe found that chaffinch birds learned from each other. As with most bird species, only the males sing. He raised some male birds and kept them isolated from others. He listened to their songs. He found that their songs were quite different from the songs of normal chaffinches. The songs did have some similarities. They were about the same length, and sounded almost the same. However, the songs were much simpler. This showed that chaffinches need to be around other chaffinches to learn to sing the right way. Other scientists studied this as well. Some of them played recordings of songs to baby birds. They found that some types of baby birds could copy the exact songs that they heard. Some of the baby birds were too young to sing, but they could remember the songs for months before actually singing them.


  Young chaffinches usually only learn chaffinch songs. Thorpe also found that they could learn to sing the songs of other very similar birds. However, most birds are limited to only being able learn the songs of their own species. Scientists think that something in a bird's brain stops it from learning the songs of other species. But something in their brain might also enable them to know the song they should sing. The simple song of Thorpe's isolated chaffinches shows this.


  Sometimes, the ways that birds learn to sing are more social. This means they learn from the birds in the environment around them. Some types of birds will only learn to sing from birds they have met before. These species of birds will not learn songs from a recording, but will learn from another bird that they know. Some birds learn their songs when they are babies. Others learn their songs when they are older, from the birds living around them. But even though different species live close together and learn to sing in different ways, you will almost never hear a bird sing the song of another species.


  Not all birds learn the same way that chaffinches do. Some types of birds can learn to sing normally even if they are deaf, which means that they cannot hear. They cannot hear the birds around them, and cannot hear the sounds they are making. Doves are examples of birds that can do this. This shows that genes are important in helping these birds to sing. Other types of birds can imitate all kinds of different sounds. The sounds they can make depend on what they hear in their environment. In the wild, the number of sounds they make is smaller. These activities will start again later, when the environment is better. Diapause can be very different for different species. Sometimes it can be very long. One example of this is the seeds discovered by scientists of the arctic lupine, a type of plant. The seeds started growing in three days, but scientists found that they were more than 10,000 years old!


  Predictable bad conditions are a smaller problem than unpredictable bad conditions. Organisms can live through the change of seasons easily. For example, many seeds need to be cold for a long time before they can grow. This helps the plant to grow at the right time of year. If the seeds did not first have to be cold for a long time, the plant could start growing when winter started, and then the plant would die. Unpredictable conditions are more of a problem. In fact, unpredictability is probably a bigger problem than how big the change in the environment is. How do organisms react to these unpredictable conditions?


  When conditions become bad, many organisms will go into a resting stage. They will stay in this resting stage until conditions become good again. One example is the red kangaroo. This animal lives in the deserts of central Australia. In this area, rain is very unpredictable. Because the rain is unpredictable, the growth of plants is unpredictable too. It is best for a female kangaroo to mate at a time when there are a lot of plants for them to eat. The problem is that the kangaroo is large. They must carry their babies with them for a long time. If a female waits until the rain comes to mate, it is likely that the conditions will change by the time the baby is born. The kangaroo's answer to this problem is to use a diapause stage while they are pregnant.


  The female kangaroo will be pregnant for 31 days. After this time, a tiny baby is born. The baby goes into the mother's pouch, where it grows and develops. After 235 days, it leaves the pouch but stays with the mother and gets milk from her. Two days after the first baby is born, the female mates again. This time, the baby does not grow right away. It starts a 204-day diapause. After 204 days have passed, the baby starts to grow, and 31 days later, the second baby is born. When the second baby is born, the first baby is just leaving the pouch. Again, the female becomes pregnant and there is another diapause. The result is that at any one time, the female has three babies at different stages of development. One baby is in diapause, one is in the pouch, and one is outside the pouch. The mother can stop the baby from growing when the environment is not good or when there is not enough food. When the conditions get better, the baby will start developing again.


  A similar thing—fast development with a resting stage—helps amphibians live in the desert. The spadefoot toad, lives in some of the driest deserts in NOrth America. Adults of this species go deep into the ground where it is cooler and less dry. Here they go into a resting stage. At this time, they are covered with a layer of dead skin, which keeps them safe. When it rains, the adults come out of the ground and mate. At this time, development is fast. The toad's eggs hatch within 48 hours, and the babies grow into adults in 16-18 days. They only grow during this short time when conditions are good. When conditions are bad again, they go back to the resting stage. They stay in this resting stage until it rains again. Resting stages allow the species to live through difficult conditions.

  6.但是，并不是所有的功能物品都一模一样，这就是为什么我们知道商代花瓶和印加花瓶有所不同。


  7.当雕塑家学会了如何用铁支架加强雕塑的内部结构后（铁比青铜更结实），就不再使用金属球了，由此看来，铁球的使用是必要的结构性妥协。


  8.通往现实主义的进程与由这次革命引发的新的绘画主题的一部分被一个事实所解释，那就是：在20世纪初，当一个艺术家的职业生涯在很大程度上取决于国家设计学院（它在美国的地位等于法国艺术学院）的成员资格时，学术精神遭到了很多年轻画家的厌恶。

  19. Sediments rich in organic material accumulated along the margins of the Tethys Seaway, the tropical east-west ocean that formed when Earth's single landmass （known as Pangaea） split apart during the Mesozoic era.

  21. In the early nineteenth century, state governments also engaged in a surprisingly large amount of direct regulatory activity, including extensive licensing and inspection programs.


  22. Licensing targets reflected both similarities in and differences between the economy of the nineteenth century and that of today: in the nineteenth century, state regulation through licensing fell especially on peddlers innkeepers, and retail merchants of various kinds.

  24. Finally, state governments experimented with direct labor and business regulation designed to help the individual laborer or consumer, including setting maximum limits on hours of work and restrictions on price-fixing by businesses.

A few art collectors Tames Bowdoin III of Boston, William Byrd of Virginia, and the Aliens and Hamiltons of Philadelphia introduced European art traditions to those colonists privileged to visit their galleries, especially aspiring artists, and established in their respective communities the idea of the value of art and the need for institutions devoted to its encouragement.

  Exercise 1


  Before the mid-nineteenth century, people in America consumed most foods only in season. Drying, smoking, and salting could keep meat for a short time, but the availability of fresh meat, like that of fresh milk, was very little; there was no way to prevent spoilage. But in 1810 a French inventor named Nick Alpha developed the cooking-andsealing process of canning. And in the 1850's an American named Charles Burton developed a means of condensing and preserving milk. Canned goods and condensed milk became more available during the 1860's, but supplies remained low because cans had to be made by hand. By 1880, nevertheless, inventors had fashioned stamping and soldering machines that mass-produced cans from tinplate. Unexpectedly all kinds of food could be preserved and bought at all times of the year.


  Exercise 2


  Although social changes in the United States were being shaped throughout most of the nineteenth-century, public awareness of the changes rose to new levels in the 1890's. The ascending public awareness of the social development that had been taking place for some time was tied to tremendous growth in popular journalism in the late nineteenth century, involving growth in quantity and circulation of both magazines and newspapers. These changes, in addition to the continued expansion of cities, were important elements in the transformation of society from one characterized by comparatively isolated self-contained communities into an urban, industrial nation. The decade of the 1870's, for instance, was a period in which the steep number of newspapers doubled, and by 1880 the New York Graphic had published the first photographic reproduction in a newspaper, foretelling a drastic increase in newspaper readership. Between 1882 and 1886 alone, the price of daily newspapers fell from four cents a copy to one cent, made possible in part by a great increase in demand. Furthermore, the introduction in 1890 of the first successful linotype machine assured even further growth. In 1872 only two daily newspapers could claim a circulation of over 100,000, but by 1892 seven more newspapers surpassed that figure. A world beyond the immediate community was speedily becoming visible.


  Exercise 3


  Since the Bronze Age about 3,000 B.C., glass has been used for making different types of objects. It was initially made from a mixture of silica, line and an alkali such as soda or potash, and these materials stayed the basic ingredients of glass until the development of lead glass in the seventeenth century. When heated, the mixture becomes soft and malleable and can be formed by different techniques into a large array of shapes and sizes. The homogeneous mass thus formed by melting then cools to produce glass, but in contrast to most materials formed in this way, glass lacks the crystalline structure usually associated with solids, and instead keeps the random molecular structure of a liquid. In fact, as molten glass cools, it progressively stiffens until rigid, but does so without setting up a network of interlocking crystals customarily connected to that process. This is why glass shatters so easily when dealt a blow, why glass deteriorates over time, especially when exposed to moisture, and why glassware must be slowly reheated and uniformly cooled after manufacture to discharge internal stresses induced by uneven cooling.
