本着尊重考生，满足读者实际需求的宗旨，2015版丛书里，我们新增了一本专项考博英语图书：《4周攻克考博英语听力、词汇、完形、改错周计划》，2016年，新增《考博英语一本全周计划》，用我们切实的行动，去满足大家真正的需要。2020版，即本套书的第7版，我们根据读者的反馈对本套书做了比较多的改进，力求新颖、精准、全面、实用。

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导学篇


一、考博英语应试指导

（一
 ） 考博英语简介



1
 .题型
 由于考博英语试题由各招生单位独立命题，所以不同院校的考博英语试题题型风格不尽相同。就题型而言，一般都含有词汇结构、完形填空、阅读理解、汉英互译、作文题。很多院校初试不再考听力，而在复试通过口语形式考查。但有些院校仍在初试考查听力，甚至很重视听力分数。有些学校还有改错题、应用文，甚至其他题型。少数院校不考作文，比如北京师范大学的最后一道题目是就一篇1000词左右的文章写一篇300词左右的文章摘要。很多院校主观题的分数所占比重都较高，占1/3甚至1/2。


2
 .难度
 考博英语重视考查翻译、写作等与攻读博士学位相关的应用能力，所以其难度不能简单地与其他考试比较。但一般来说，考博英语试题的难度约相当于大学英语六级，但少数院校比六级难，甚至同一院校不同年份的难易程度也不同。这是由于考博英语试题的命题没有其他英语水平考试、选拔考试规范，往往因出题人不同而有区别。所以，报考相应院校的考生一定要看一看该院校近年的考博英语真题。


3
 .词汇
 保守估计，考博英语需要掌握7000~8000个单词，900个常用动词短语。当然，一般掌握了六级及硕士研究生入学考试词汇的人，通过考博英语也没有多大问题，只是词汇题可能会丢掉少数分数。当然，考生在备考中也没有必要背诵太多的单词，只是为了背单词而机械记忆是没有太大意义的。考博英语考查的重点不是考生掌握了多少词汇，而是阅读、翻译、写作能力。所以，词汇够用即可，建议复习自己当年很熟悉的考研词汇、六级词汇和考博真题中的词汇，然后略加拓展，如记忆一些新托福词汇、部分GRE词汇。有些院校公布了词汇表或参考词汇表，但实际上出题人并不怎么按大纲出题。单词的记忆还是要与阅读紧密结合。


4
 .语法
 大部分院校考博英语试题都不直接考查语法，对于语法的考查其实贯穿整套试题，完形填空、翻译、阅读理解等都会涉及语法知识。扎实的语法基础有助于考生理解长难句，提高做题的效率和质量。所以，笔者建议考生在备考中要将考博英语涉及的常用语法知识全面系统地复习一下。


5
 .阅读
 阅读理解题目是每所高校的必考题目，一般以5篇文章居多，也有一些学校如吉林大学、人民大学为6篇。一般北京大学的阅读理解题目难度较大，文章主要来源于一些国外的原版期刊、杂志，其他院校的难度基本相当。有些院校考博英语试题选自考研英语真题、六级真题或者其他学校或本校往年的考博英语真题。


6
 .翻译
 英译汉相对来说比较好做，但不好得分，一方面因为考生的英语语言功底较差，看不懂原文或理解存在偏差；另一方面，中文语言表达能力欠缺，不能恰如其分地将英文转化为中文。相反，汉译英虽然看起来难，但往往容易得分。


7
 .作文
 考博英语的作文一般都是命题作文，即给定题目写一篇200~250词的议论文。作文应当认真准备，着重记忆一些典型题目的模板和作文写作套路。

以上所列举的为高校的主要考试题目，当然，由于报考学校的不同，各个学校的题型也不尽相同。这就要求考生在备考时搜集资料，整理出自己报考学校的历年考试题型，这样在备考的过程中才能进一步把握复习的主要方向，从宏观上制订复习计划。下面，笔者就以北京大学为例，为考生讲解北京大学2009年~2013年考博英语的题型与题量分布情况，帮助考生掌握试题分析的基本方法。


表1 北京大学历年英语试题题型、题量统计表




通过观察上表可以知道北京大学考博英语试题总的特点是：题型多，题量大。


第一
 ，题型变化
 。北京大学考博英语试题的题型变化比较小，主要表现在阅读理解部分，从2011年开始，阅读理解取消了英英释义部分的题目，阅读理解部分增加到4篇文章。另外，2008年的试题中，完形填空属于无选项的试题，但是2009年之后就恢复了有选项的完形填空；再者是作文的变化，由2005年之前的命题作文变为了话题作文。


第二
 ，分值变化
 。北京大学的分值变化非常小。主要是阅读理解、词汇题、完形填空、改错等四个题型的变化，且变化的幅度是5分。词汇题由2011年之前的20%减少到2012年之后的15%，完形填空则从2011年开始增加到15%的分值，改错则从2009年开始增加到15%的分值。


第三
 ，试题难度的变化
 。根据上表可知，北京大学的考博英语试题的难度变化不大，题型较多，且题量较大，因此，其试题难度是稳居不下的。

综上所述，2019年北京大学考博英语试题的题型变化的可能性不大，题目难度下降的可能性不大，因此，考生还是需要做好充分的准备。

结合对北京大学考博英语试题的分析，考生可以选取所报考学校近5年的真题，研究各个题型的出题特点、出题来源等。

(二
 ) 考试分析和应试策略


全国各大院校在制定本校英语考试大纲时，对英语的考核基本上不指定参考书，考生在备考时往往感到无所适从，所以对各大院校的考博英语历年真题分析就显得尤为重要了。


1
 .考博英语试题的独特性


众所周知，英语类的考试，如高考、大学英语四六级、英语专业四八级考试、研究生入学考试等均由统一的命题组人员统一编写试题，命题组阵容强大，且耗费的人力、物力也不少，其题目基本是原创题目。而考博英语却并非这样，因此，考博英语有其自身的独特性，考博英语的独特性主要表现在其命题方式与题目来源两方面。

首先，从命题方式来看，博士考试中，要求考生达到英语的最低分数线。这一要求就注定了各大考博院校的英语试题的命题方式，各大考博院校不会花费大量的人力、物力及时间来原创一套考博英语试题。并且各大院校为了保证其试题的准确性，一般会选择已经考过的各类相关难度的试题，这样就可以避免出现大量的因个人学术水平局限而引起的错误和争议。

其次，从题目来源看，各大院校的考博英语试题基本来自专四、专八、六级或其他考博院校的原题，极少出现原创题目。因其题目来源的独特性，我们研究各大院校的考博英语试题就显得非常必要且很有益处。如果考生在考前了解了这一情况，且充分重视这个规律，那么考博英语获得高分就不是什么难事。所以考生考前精研考博英语真题是非常有必要的。


2
 .考博英语试题的作用


考博英语试题的作用主要有三个，即指导、规划与调控作用。


指导作用
 。通过研读历年的考博英语试题，考生可以了解该院校的题目类型、题目来源、题目难度等，帮助考生在较短的时间内找到正确的复习方法，取得满意的成绩。


规划作用
 。考生在宏观把握所报考院校的英语试题的出题规律后，结合自身的英语情况，对自己的英语备考做出一个正确且切合实际的复习规划。


调控作用
 。通过研读历年的考博英语试题，以所报考院校的英语真题为标杆，随时监控与调整自己的复习计划，使自己的复习计划在最短的时间内达到令人满意的效果。

由此可知，研究真题对于考生在较短时间内提升成绩是有很大帮助的。因此，考生有必要对考博真题进行细致深入的研究，理解出题套路和题目出处，做到有的放矢，知己知彼方可百战百胜。


二、考博英语备战前奏：高频语法


1
 . 考情分析与应试策略


虽然语法在考博英语考试中不再单独考查，但是语法知识贯穿在整个英语考卷中，会通过不同题型的设置来考查检测考生对语法知识的掌握程度。具体表现为：没有单纯考语法的题目，而是将语法知识融入阅读理解、英译汉、写作等各个板块中考查。完形填空题会直接考查语法知识，阅读理解题中有大量的长难句，只有具备一定的语法知识才能正确分析这些句子，如果语法掌握不好，就不可能正确理解一些长难句，文章自然读不懂，在做题目的时候不得不猜测答案，正确率也便大大降低了。完形填空也充斥着结构复杂多变的长难句。写作中要写出正确无误的句子，也需要语法知识。所以说，语法知识是考博英语学习的基础和前奏。


如何复习语法


大部分同学都会觉得语法知识比较枯燥，并且很多语法知识看起来比较面熟，觉得自己对这部分语法知识了解得差不多了，就不太愿意再看语法书。如果单纯地看语法书，那一定会很枯燥，学习效果也不好，所以大家可以将语法与题目结合起来，这样复习效果会好一些，并且可以通过做题来检查对语法知识的掌握情况。英语成绩好的同学语法基础肯定也不差，并且能熟练地将语法知识应用到做题中。英语成绩不好的同学可能是语法基础不扎实，对语法知识一知半解，不能很好地将语法知识应用到做题中。如果在阅读中遇到一个长难句，你能快速准确地理解这个句子的成分以及各个成分之间的关系，涉及什么样的语法知识，并能正确翻译，那就说明你对这部分的语法知识掌握得不错，如果达不到这个要求，就说明掌握得还不好，还需要强化复习。迅速抓住考博英语语法核心，就要梳理清楚英语语法体系以及考博英语核心考点。


如何有步骤地开始


首先要把握英语五大基本句型，任何高阶的英语都是从这五大基本句型发展出来的。而在此基础上，增加定语、插入语、同位语和状语，就会使句子变得复杂。在考博英语阅读这一部分的考试中，造成考生阅读障碍的主要原因有两方面——生词和长难句。阅读时遇到生词可以通过词根词缀法、上下文推测等方法进行词义猜测。而考博英语阅读中的长难句则没有固定的方法进行猜测。掌握简单句后，还需要把握并列句和主从复合句。并列句由两个或两个以上的简单句用并列连词连在一起;主从复合句则主要分为三大从句：

名词性从句：主语从句、宾语从句、表语从句、同位语从句

形容词性从句：定语从句

副词性从句：状语从句

同时，还有非谓语动词和特殊结构也给理解句子造成了很大困难，这些也是语法上的难点。


为什么要专门学习长难句


考博英语中，绝大部分长难句是非简单句，而在非简单句中，主从复合句又占了相当大的比重。因此，考生应该着重掌握非简单句的语法知识，尤其在处理这类句子时要遵循“层次化句子阅读法”和“完整主干法”，以便能快速识别与理解句子。

语法现象虽然繁复多变，但万变不离其宗，只要理解了核心语法规则，就可以以不变应万变!


2
 .定语从句


（1
 ）定语从句的定义


用来修饰前面的名词或者代词的具有完整的主谓结构的句子就叫定语从句。定语从句有两个必备的基本元素，一个是先行词；一个是关系词。被定语从句所修饰的词称为先行词，定语从句必须置于先行词之后。

（2
 ）关系词/引导词
 （关系代词
 、关系副词
 ）

定语从句里常用的关系代词有：which,that,who(m),whose,as。whom现在用得很少。前面有介词时只能用which，不能用that。常用的关系副词有：where,when,why。

定语从句的作用是修饰和限定名词、连接两个具有共同名词的句子、表示因果逻辑关系。在以往的定语从句学习中，我们可能主要强调定语从句的第一个作用，但是现在我们应该更强调它的第二和第三个作用。

（3
 ）定语从句的作用


连接两个具有共同名词的句子。

【例
 】I have four coats,of which the black one is my favorite.

【解析
 】这是一个很简单的句子，定语从句由of which引导，修饰和限定前面的单词coats。这个句子其实是由两个句子合并而成的：

I have four coats.

The black one of those coats is my favorite.

这两个句子中有共同的名词coats，这样就可以合写成一个句子，此时就用到了定语从句的第二个作用：连接两个具有共同名词的句子。把第二个句子中的those coats替换成能连接两个句子的关系代词which，这样就产生了如下句子：I have four coats，the black one of which is my favorite.为了让整个句子更加紧凑，就把of which提到the black one前面，进而形成了刚才的那个句子。

【译文
 】我有四件外套，其中我最喜欢黑色的那件。

（4
 ）定语从句可以用公式表达
 ：先行词+关系词+定语从句


其中关系词形式同样可以用一句话概括：关系词是英语中所有的特殊疑问句去掉一个what 再加上一个that构成。

正确理解定语从句三要素之间的关系：

(A)关系词是桥梁，架起先行词和定语从句的关系，所以名称叫作关系词。

(B)关系词是先行词的替身，在从句中做成分。

(C)先行词在定语从句中肯定能找到位置，但是一定要有关系词这个替身来替代，这是与英语语法的不重复原则相一致的。

具体讲：关系代词/副词一定要在从句中充当某种成分，即主语、宾语、表语或定语。指人时用who(做主语)、whom(做宾语)、whose(做定语)；指物时用which或that；指时间用when；指地点用where；指原因用why。

（5
 ）定语从句的测试重点


选择正确的关系代词或关系副词，注意如下几点：

(A)注意whose的用法

whose在从句中做定语，修饰名词。所以，如果关系代词后面紧接的是名词，且关系代词又不在从句中做主语或宾语，那么，这个关系代词就应该是whose。如：

Of course developing a system for helping students whose needs are out of the ordinary had been a necessary step in helping those students get into the world of public education.

It is perhaps not an exaggeration to say that we shall soon be trusting our health,wealth and happiness to elements with whose names the general public are unfamiliar.

(B)介词+which的用法

如果从句中主谓宾或者主系表成分齐全，考生便可考虑关系词是否在从句中做状语，而状语通常用介词短语充当，于是可以得知，关系代词前面应有介词，再分析所给的选项，根据与名词的搭配做出正确选择。如：

Children are best served when schools contribute to shaping the solid foundation on which their future will be built.

(C)非限制性定语从句前面有逗号标志，按照汉语习惯通常翻译成两个句子。


切记
 ：与汉语不同的是，英语中两个句子之间一般不能用逗号断开，而要用适当的连词或关系代词使它们形成从属或并列关系。据此可判断出逗号后面一句应由起连接作用的词开头。注意：有时关系代词前面还有其他附加成分。

如：Biologists believe that rainforests are the home of perhaps half the world's biotic species,about five-sixths of which have not yet been described and named.

(D)as 与which用作关系代词的区别

as与the same,such,so,as等关联使用。如：

As the forest goes,so goes its animal life.

as和which都可以引导非限制性定语从句，但as在句中的位置比较灵活，可出现在句首、句中、句末，而which只能出现在句末，尤其是当先行词是整个句子时。如：

As is true in all institutions,juries are capable of making mistakes.

As is generally accepted,economic growth is determined by the smooth development of production.

常见的这类结构有：as has been said before,as has been mentioned above,as can be imagined,as is known to all,as has been announced,as can be seen from these figures,as might/could be expected,as is often the case,as has been pointed out,as often happens,as will be shown等。

（E）关系代词that与which用于引导定语从句的区别

(a)如果关系代词在从句中做宾语，用that,which都可以，而且可以省略；

(b)先行词是不定代词anything,nothing,little,all,everything时，关系代词用that；

(c)先行词由形容词最高级或序数词修饰或由next，last,only,very修饰时，关系代词

用that；

(d)非限制性定语从句只能用which引导；

(e)关系代词前面如果有介词，只能用which。

（F）but做关系代词，用于否定句，相当于who…not,that…not

这个结构的特点是主句中常有否定词或含有否定意义的词。如：

There are few teachers but know how to use a computer.

There is no complicated problem but can be solved by a computer.

（6
 ）定语从句的省略


(A)that,which 引导定语从句并在从句中做宾语时，可以省略。

(B)that引导定语从句并且从句是there be句型时，可以省略。如：

No one would have the time to read or listen to an account of everything there is going on in the world.

（7
 ）定语从句的识别障碍


一般情况下，定语从句紧跟着它所修饰的先行词，但是有的时候，定语从句与先行词之间也会插入其他成分，使它与先行词之间分割开来。被分割开的情况大致有三种：一种是先行词与定语从句之间插入一个状语，一种是先行词与定语从句之间插入一个定语，如：Do you remember one afternoon ten years ago when I came to your house and borrowed a diamond necklace?还有一种情况是先行词是句子的主语，因定语从句较长，主句谓语较短，为使句子平衡，常将定语从句移至谓语之后。例如：A new master will come tomorrow who will teach you German.

理解定语从句的方法：

A.按照定语的处理方法将定语从句前置，这种处理方式适用于比较短的和起修饰限定作用的定语从句。

B.在考博英语中大多数的定语从句起连接句子的作用，因此我们通常把定语从句从整个句子中拆分出来使其单独成为一个句子，这种处理方法的关键是找到连接词，拆分点就是连接词。对于“介词+连接词”引导的定语从句，拆分点就在介词处。

【例
 】There is something by virtue of which man is man.

【解析
 】这句话其实是由以下两句话变来的：

There is something.

Man is man by virtue of this thing.

这两句话中有共同的名词something和this thing，用which替换this thing再把of which提前，得到：There is something of which man is man by virtue.

by virtue of是一个相对固定的短语：by为介词，virtue为名词，构成一个介词短语，of短语修饰virtue。为了保持结构的相对完整性，写作的时候最好把by virtue一并提前，得到：There is something by virtue of which man is man.在翻译的时候可以提前，也可以分译。

【译文
 】存在一种使人成为人的特性。


专项演练


找出下面句子中的定语从句并翻译整句。

1.Studies of the Weddell seal in the laboratory have described the physiological mechanisms that allow the seal to cope with the extreme oxygen deprivation that occurs during its longest dives,which can extend 500 meters below the ocean's surface and last for over 70 minutes.

副词在句中起状语作用，故如果起状语作用的部分为一个句子，那么该句便是副词性从句，也称状语从句。状语从句可细分为：时间、地点、条件、原因、让步、目的、结果、比较、方式等。




（2
 ）状语从句的测试重点


考查考生对主从句之间逻辑关系的把握，看其是否能选择正确的从属连词。对于常见的状语从句和从属连词的常规用法，本书不再赘述，只谈谈常见从属连词的特殊用法并提醒考生应注意的地方。

(A)条件状语从句的常考知识点

(a) if与unless的用法

if和unless都是引导条件状语从句的连词，考生应尤其注意unless的用法，因为它表示反面条件，相当于if not“如果不” “除非”。如：

Even if automakers modify commercially produced cars to run on alternative fuels,the cars won't catch on in a big way unless drivers can fill them up at the gas station.

In debating,one must correct the opponent's facts,deny the relevance of his proof,or deny that what he presents as proof,if relevant,is sufficient.

(b) 复合连词as long as，so long as，as far as，on condition that，in the event that；动词及分词provided(that)，providing(that)，given that,suppose/supposing(that)，assuming，say等引导条件状语从句。如：

If left alone by humans,they (the forests) can regenerate,as long as there are seed trees in the neighborhood and the soil has not lost all its nutrients.

You can arrive in Beijing earlier for the meeting provided you don't mind taking the night train.

(c) 祈使句表示条件。如：

Talk to anyone in the drug industry,and you'll soon discover that the science of genetics is the biggest thing to hit drug research since penicillin was discovered.

Dress warmly,or else you'll catch a cold.

Hurry up,or the tickets will have been sold out by the time we get there.

非谓语动词是指那些在句中不能单独充当句子谓语成分的动词形式。基本形式有四种：不定式（infinitive）、动名词（gerund）、分词（participle）和独立主格结构。

目标：熟悉非谓语动词的四种基本形式及其基本用法，重点掌握一些固定句型与结构中的动名词、同一动词（短语）后的不定式与动名词比较、现在分词与动名词的区别。

（2
 ）动词不定式


动词不定式是非谓语动词中使用最广泛的一种，在句子中，它除了不能做谓语外，可以担当其他任何成分，可以做主语、宾语、表语、状语、定语和宾语补足语。它在句子中起名词、形容词和副词的作用。


不定式的时态与语态


动词不定式由不定式符号to+动词原形构成，但有时to也可以省略。动词不定式不仅具有主动与被动的形式，而且还有一般、进行和完成三种时态形式。一般时具有较鲜明的将来意义，所以常用来表示尚未发生的动作，这一点非常重要。进行式和完成式则分别表示正在进行的动作和先于谓语动词发生的动作。

英语有个不成文的规则，即语言的节省性原则。成分省略，主要是为了避免重复。一般的成分省略多为主语省略和谓语省略，这种省略属于语法省略。但考博中一般是语用省略，即：为了某个具体的表达目的而采取的省略。成分省略一般和从句相结合，一完整一省略，使句子显得富于变化。

(A)It is quite uneasy not to be able to see or to establish contact with the others,even though we have learnt to talk with people we cannot see,as on the telephone.

 ）包含插入语成分的句型


插入语，是因为分裂了句子的结构而得名的，所以，这个术语主要是从语法功能角度提出的，对语法形式没有多大考虑。插入语一般是主谓结构或者介宾结构。使用插入语是为了调整语气和增加补充信息，也是为了平衡句子结构，避免头重脚轻。主谓结构的插入语，一般都是“sb.says/reasons/suggests”这种结构，阅读问题不大，翻译时要提到句首。介宾结构的插入语也是如此处理。定语从句和分词做定语时，如果是插在主谓结构之间也可以看作是插入语。考博翻译中出现得最多的插入语是用破折号插入新话题或者补充信息。这种插入标志很明显，只是翻译时会有些棘手。另外，因为一些句子成分（一般是定语）过长而出现后置，也可看作是插入现象。只不过这种插入只是句子原有成分间的位置变化，没有新增成分。

（一
 ）考核要求


目前博士生英语入学考试采取的是各招生院校自行命题、自行组织考试的办法，但国内大部分院校博士生英语入学考试理论上都以国家教育部颁布的《非英语专业研究生英语教学大纲》为指导标准。因此，相对来说，该《大纲》仍能反映目前听力部分考试的大体要求。《大纲》中对听力的要求为：对题材熟悉、难度不大、基本上没有生词、语速为每分钟120词的听力材料，一遍可以听懂，理解中心思想和主要内容。大纲中对博士生英语听说的要求为：对语速为每分钟140词的一般性题材和科普材料可以一遍听懂，理解中心思想和主要内容；能基本听懂本专业的学术报告，并做简要笔记，能进行一般性对话，基本上能表达自己的学术见解。

非英语专业四级听力考试大纲中要求：能听懂用英语讲的课；对题材熟悉、难度小于课文、基本上无生词、语速为每分钟120词的听力材料，一遍可以听懂。

非英语专业六级英语听力测试的大纲中明确规定：听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读，语速约为每分钟l50词，理解的准确率不应低于70%。

对比博士听力考试大纲与非英语专业四六级听力大纲，我们不难发现，考博听力的难度要略高于大学英语四级听力测试难度而略低于大学英语六级要求标准，但对于备考考生来说，复习准备的难度还是要以六级为准甚至高于六级，这样在实战考试中才更有胜算。而对于北京大学这样的名校，英语听力练习材料还应包括VOA正常语速类的资料。

（二
 ）题型分析


博士生英语听力测试并不是每个高校都有要求，有些高校在初试中进行，如北京大学、北京航空航天大学、浙江大学等，有的大学如中国人民大学和中科院只在复试中增加听力考核，而北京师范大学、山东大学等高校则在近几年取消了听力题型。

综观各院校考博英语试题，其听力试题的题型大致可归为以下几类：


1
 .短对话


短对话指对话双方为一男一女，进行问答或交流观点，然后由第三者就对话内容进行提问。每个问题都给出四个选择项，要求考生听完问题后，在15秒内，从中选出一个最佳答案。

短对话属于口语体，语言简练，但句子变化丰富，有陈述句、疑问句和祈使句等。简短对话中涉及了语法和语音等难点，其测试重点主要是对话双方的语气交流、逻辑联系、语调和重音、级的比较、虚拟语气、否定、因果关系、释义或建议等。考生不仅要听懂单个句子的独立意思，还要听懂对话双方话语中隐含的意思。

据统计，简短对话中有30%的问题是针对第一说话者的谈话内容提出的，70%是针对第二说话者的谈话内容提出的。多数第一谈话者的谈话主要是引出话题，提供铺垫和背景，第二说话者就第一说话者的谈话表明观点、意见或进行补充说明。一般第二说话者对第一说话者的谈话所做的反应有如下几种：①回答；②同意；③反对；④建议；⑤提问；⑥补充等。简短对话部分的问题一般都是特殊疑问句，主要是以what，when，why，which，who，how，how many或how much等特殊疑问词开头。

短对话是很常见的题型，通常作为博士生入学英语考试听力考试的第一部分，一般为9或10小题，但近两年的试题中，很多高校都取消了短对话的听力测试内容，而以长对话取代。


2
 .长对话


长对话的对话双方也是一男一女，进行问答或交流观点，然后由第三者就对话内容进行提问。每个问题都给出四个选择项，要求考生听完问题后，在15秒内，从中选出一个最佳答案。与短对话不同的是，长对话的内容有多句，而不是短对话的男女各只一句。约由200词至250词组成。

长对话中所提的问题大致可分为两类：概括性问题和细节性问题。概括性问题主要是问主题、主旨和观点等。细节性问题多会涉及对话中有关于时间、地点、人物、数字等细节性内容。

长对话通常是由两组或三组对话构成试卷的一个部分，听完每组对话回答3~5个问题，大多数学校采用三组对话分别对应3、4、3个问题的形式，比如北京大学2012年、北京师范大学2010年；也有的学校采用两组对话回答5个问题的形式，比如中国政法大学2005年。


3
 .短文


一般每篇短文约由200词至250词组成，也有稍长一些的，但一般不超过300词。考生在听完短文后，就会听到若干个（一般是3或4个）针对短文提出的问题。每个问题都给出四个选择项，要求考生听完问题后在15秒钟内从中选出一个最佳答案。

短文也是常见的一种题型，目前高校的听力测试中一般都包括这个项目。

短文与会话部分测试的重点是考生在语篇水平上的理解能力，特别是对所听材料的中心思想和主要内容的理解能力，并能根据所听到的内容进行逻辑推理、分析概括和归纳总结，如讲话人的态度、目的等。推断题在这一部分所占的比例较大，对短文或会话中的细节提出的问题也没有简短对话部分的问题那样直白。


4
 .复合式听写


听写部分的题型比较复杂多变，各个学校也不尽相同，主要有以下几种方式：

（1
 ）单词或短语填空


在这一部分，考生将听到一篇150词至200词的短文。短文一般朗读两遍，考生将在答卷上看到短文的内容，但其中留有若干空白处，要求考生根据所听内容，把空白处的单词或短语写出来。需要注意的是，有时所填内容会有词数限制，或是要求用原文的词或自己的话来填写。

听写填空所用短文的题材、体裁和难度与短文部分基本相同。听写填空对考生的要求比较高，重点在于考核理解能力和拼写。

（2
 ）笔记与填表


笔记与填表也是近年来在博士生入学英语考试中采用的新题型。这种考试形式对考生要求也较高，它不仅要求考生真正听懂，还要求考生能抓住听力材料的要点，并用笔记或表格形式表达出来。这种考试题型在清华大学博士生入学考试中经常出现，清华大学在2001~2006年的大部分听力题都采用表格的形式，在2001年的第三部分是笔记的形式。

笔记与填表部分要求考生听若干篇200词至300词的材料，正常语速朗读一遍或两遍。同时，考生将在答卷纸上看到一个未完成的笔记或表格。考生必须根据所听到的内容按项目要求完成笔记内容或填写表格。

（3
 ）完成句子


完成句子要求考生听若干篇200词至300词的短文，正常语速朗读一遍或两遍。同时，考生将在答卷纸上看到未完成的句子，要求考生根据所听内容，在空白处将句子补充完整。注意有时要求简要回答，限制答案的词数，如不多于3个单词。

（4
 ）回答问题


回答问题属于听写部分难度最大的一种题型，要求考生听若干篇200词至300词的短文，正常语速朗读一遍或两遍。同时，考生将在答卷纸上看到若干问题。要求考生根据所听内容，将答案写在答卷纸的空白处。注意有时要求简要回答，答案应该尽量简短，通常根据自己所听到的内容用自己的话表达清楚准确即可，如能用原文更好。

（三
 ） 试题选材


选材一般是人们所熟悉的内容，对话内容多为关于校园学习与生活的对话，如课程、学习、考试、图书等。有关于公共场所的对话，如购物、就餐、银行、城市交通等。有关于家庭题材的对话，如子女教育、家务、家庭晚会等。短文涉及面较广，涉及人文、历史、天文、地理、体育、艺术、社会习俗、人物传记、科普常识等许多方面。文章常见体裁为说明文、人物传记、风土人情类、学校教育类和日常生活类文章等。

1.人物传记属于记叙文，一般是对真人真事的记叙，大多记述中外历史上一些杰出的政治家、科学家、文艺家的生平事迹或事业上的成就，也可以记述普通人物的特殊经历和业绩。应该特别注意人物的生卒年月、地点、主要业绩年代，以及对人物的社会评价。

2.说明文通常用来说明一些科普知识、生活常识或社会问题。说明文中科普短文比较多，缺乏趣味性，一般比较难懂。有时短文的句子结构较为复杂，有时会夹杂一些专业术语，这都增加了短文的难度。

3.风土人情类文章包括对英美等西方国家的机构设施的介绍以及西方文学艺术的说明，真题中涉及过的主题多种多样，如英国监狱介绍、伦敦出租车司机情况、吉普赛人的历史、美洲农作物历史、著名作家及其作品等。

4.学校教育类文章着重于英美教育体系的介绍，如英语学习和教育情况、美国学校教育制度、图书馆使用介绍等。这说明我们平常在学习英语的时候应该注重多方吸取英美文化方面的背景知识，从文化的角度入手学习英语，提高做题的准确性。

5.日常生活类文章包括以说明文形式描述的日常使用的生活用品，如电脑、服饰、书籍等，以及以议论文形式表述的，日常生活中经常谈论的话题和活动，如家庭生活、独生子女、税收等。

（四
 ） 试题难度


由于各招生院校自行命题、自行组织考试，试题的难易程度不尽相同。一般而言，一些名校（如北大、中山大学等）对听力能力的要求较高，这些院校除了包含对话、短文，往往还会涉及听写及书面表达等，考查的能力更加全面。

就试题本身而言，短对话最为简单，篇幅短小，答案相对比较明显，但因篇幅短小，考生的反应时间短，很可能会出现还没反应过来就错过答案的情况。与短对话题型相比，短文部分文章篇幅长，信息量大，题材范围广，题型变化多，对学生的语言能力及相关背景知识的综合能力要求很高，难度要偏大一些。但是，短文由于始终围绕一个主题，其所述又具有一定的连贯性，因而考生的回旋余地也就比做对话时要大得多，一般不会出现来不及对问题做出反应就已经过去的情况。短文回答问题是最难的题目，一般情况下，考生很难将听到的资料做系统完整的理解，并做出正确的回答。但无论何种题型，都需要考生花费时间，进行不间断的训练，并学习一些听力应试技巧以提高听力部分的分数。


二
 、 应试指导


(一
 ) 听力技巧



1
 .快速浏览选项
 ，预测听力内容
 。

利用听录音前的时间，提前阅读听力题目，迅速捕捉每个小题题干选项所提供的信息，从选项逆推，预测短文或对话可能涉及的内容。在浏览选项时，用笔标注出来，特别关注数字、地点和重复出现的单词，这样就可以抓住细节和主题，听录音材料时才能有的放矢，有所侧重，提高答题的准确率。

温馨提示：对待一切听力考试都行之有效的第一条战术是抓紧时间先看选项并提炼其中的信息点和主题。

由于选择项的长短、繁简不一，那么具体处理方法也应略有不同。当选择项都比较短时，可采用扫视
 的方法。例如：

［A］ Running.［B］ Cycling.［C］ Fishing.［D］ Hunting.

又如：

［A］ A double room.［B］ A single room.

［C］ A room on the top floor.［D］ A room on the second floor.

这组选择项虽然稍长一些，但仅仅扫视一下也足以了解它们涉及的内容是“什么样的房间”。

当选择项较长时，应考虑分两步来处理。第一步从整体看
 ，可以发现某些共同成分
 ；第二步采取竖读
 方法，着重看区别
 。选择项(尤其是较长的选择项)各项之间常常有相同的内容。有的四项都有，有的每两项都有，也有其中三项相同，一项与之不同的(这一项内容往往是干扰信息)。所以应先整体扫视选择项，迅速发现其共同之处，然后将视线移至各项不同之处进行竖读(即由上向下看，而不是像一般阅读那样由左向右看)。例如：

［A］ The workers had finished loading the truck.

［B］ The workers had just started loading the truck.

［C］ The workers had gone home.

［D］ The workers had had a fight with the driver.

先从整体上看这组选择项，可以发现：每一项的前半部分相同，都是The workers had
 ,再将视线移至后半部分竖读，重点看区别，即：

［A］…finished loading the truck.

［B］…just started loading the truck.

［C］…gone home.

［D］…had a fight with the driver.

再看下面这组选择项：

［A］ Her son must leave for school at 7:30.

［B］ Her son must go to work at 7:30.

［C］ Her husband must have breakfast at 7:30.

［D］ Her husband must get to office at 7:30.

从整体上看，各项的最后一部分相同(at 7:30)，并且A、B两项前半部分相同，都是Her son must
 ;C、D两项前半部分相同，都是Her husband must
 。然后将视线移至中部竖读，重点看区别：

［A］…(son)leave for school…

［B］…go to work…

［C］…(husband) have breakfast…

［D］…get to office…

用这样的方法看选择项，开始可能会感到不习惯而影响阅读
 速度，但经过一段时间的练习后，定会有所收益。掌握这种技巧后，不仅能加快阅读
 速度，使考生能在较短的时间内看完较长的选择项，而且能使考生对选择项中的共同部分与不同部分印象更深刻，这对确定听音重点十分重要。因此，在平时应注意训练，使之成为习惯。

需要说明的是，上面所举的例子旨在介绍一种技巧，虽然具有一定的代表性，但却不能适用于所有情况。由于选择项自身的结构和每组选择项的组合形式千变万化，因此若遇到与上述例子大相径庭的情况时，则应另当别论。但有一点，都必须以快速法来处理，这一原则不能放弃。


2
 .学会放弃


在听力考试中，对于不会作答的题目、听不清的内容，考生不要过于纠结，不要强迫自己听清每一个词，要学会放弃，立即搁置，接着听下面的内容，准备听新的题目。在考试完毕后，再根据题干信息尽可能地排除错误选项，选出正确答案。


3.抓住5个
 “W
 ”和1个
 “H
 ”

注意捕捉文中所涉及的人物（who）、事件（what）、时间（when）、地点（where）、原因（why）、方式（how）等信息。


4
 .特别关注首段和首句


注意听短文的首句和首段，文章的首句和首段，往往是对短文内容的概括，如讲话目的、主要内容、作者、论点、故事发生的时间、地点及事由等。


5
 .检查


对于短文填空这一类型的题目，一定要检查单词的拼写是否有错误，语法、时态是否正确，要避免由于语法错误和马虎等非听力因素导致的失分。

（二
 ）复习建议


听力作为试题的第一部分，且难度较大，如果听力部分作答不理想，会给考生带来负面的焦虑情绪，影响考生后面题目的发挥。因此，建议考生对听力给予足够的重视，不要轻言放弃。在准备听力部分考试时注意以下几点：


1.加强练习
 ，精听泛听相结合
 。

语言学习是个逐渐积累的过程，这在听力理解方面表现尤为突出，因此考生平时需勤奋练习，做到熟能生巧。在听力练习中，采用精听泛听相结合的方式。每天做精听训练，时间大概为20 分钟左右，按照 “单词—句子—短文” 听写的顺序进行，同时还需要进行泛听练习，每天可以听20 分钟左右的 VOA广播节目，先听慢速节目，再听常速节目。练习素材可从英语专业四级、八级、大学英语六级以及托福材料中选取，目前这些资料在网上都可免费获得。推荐几个学习英语听力不错的网站：

同时，适当做一些英语专业四级、八级、大学英语六级考试的真题，对于博士生听力考试无疑是有帮助的。


2.积累习语
 ，背到滚瓜烂熟
 。

习语表达在考博英语听力理解部分频频出现，并且往往是解题关键，因此考生在英语学习过程中要留心习语的学习和积累，并认真背诵，做到熟记于心。


3.广泛涉猎
 ，以阅读助推听力
 。

有些考生误以为听力考试只是测试听力方面的能力，与阅读毫无关系。实际上，听力测试并不意味着只依靠测试时的几十分钟，有些内容，例如对话的话语情景、不同领域的常用词汇，要靠平时的阅读积累。考生要学会充分利用所涉猎到的阅读资料，不能只为答题而阅读，还要注意在阅读中积累一些不同领域的词汇和语言表达，尽可能多地了解各方面的知识，这样在做听力时就不会对所听到的内容一无所知，对考题无从下手。

星期一 短对话


一
 、考点讲解


短对话主要考查考生的瞬间记忆能力和总结提炼的综合水平。所选题材接近生活，考查的内容多以人物关系、对话地点、行为活动、建议请求等传统主题为主。相对来讲，短对话部分仍是考生在听力测试中的得分点。从题型上来看，短对话可以分为以下几类：身份关系题、地点场景题、行为活动题、观点态度题、数字信息题、请求建议题。

（一
 ）身份关系题



1
 .设题方式


对话中提问的问题是关于对话中某个人物的职业身份或对话双方的关系等。提问方式通常为：What's the woman's job?

What most probably is Mary?

What is the probable relationship between the (two) speakers?

What is the most probable relationship between Jim and Bob?


2
 .解题策略


身份关系题是短对话的重要考试内容。在做这类题目时，要掌握以下要领：听懂内容
 ，辨别身份
 ；根据语气
 ，猜想关系
 ；抓住关键
 ，及时修正
 。

（1）听懂内容，辨别身份：在这类对话中，谈话内容往往揭示了对话人的身份。例如：

［A］ Waitress.［B］ Teacher.［C］ Doctor.［D］ Tourist guide.

M:Were you at the football game yesterday evening?It was terrific.

W:No.I had to arrange accommodations for some New Zealand tourists.

Q:What is the probable occupation of the speakers?

【解析
 】D。身份关系题。听到arrange accommodations（安排食宿）时，我们就可推测女士可能是公司、饭店或旅行社的接待人员，再听到tourists（游客）时，就可进一步判断她可能是导游。故答案为D。

（2）称呼语气，猜想关系：对话中的称呼语往往会直接暴露出说话人的身份或说话双方的关系，比如Mr.一词就表明对方很可能是自己的上级或老师。不同关系的人物对话，其语气有区别。夫妻、恋人常用亲昵温柔的语气：dear;darling;sweety…;店员与顾客常用正式客气的语气：sir;madam;can I…?下属对老板常用恭敬的语气：Mr.;Mrs.;OK,sir;could you please…?亲朋好友多用简洁随便的语气：Hi,Bob.How are you doing?Damn tired.Want a drink?根据对话的称呼和语气推测其关系，一般比较准确。

［A］ Colleagues.［B］ Husband and wife.

［C］ Employer and employee.［D］ Mother and son.

W:John,what are you doing on your computer?Don't you remember your promise?

M:This is not a game.It's only a crossword puzzle that helps increase my vocabulary.

Q:What is the probable relationship between the speakers?

【解析
 】D。身份关系题。对话中，女士直呼对方名字，说明关系比较亲密，在接下来的内容里提及女方在教育男方不要玩电脑游戏，而男方提到只是一种文字游戏，目的是为了增加单词量，可以判断男方还是学生，从双方的谈话语气很容易判断出他们是母子关系。故答案为D。

（3）抓住关键，及时修正：听音判断的过程，就是根据已知信息不断猜想、更正，最后得出结论的过程。例如：

W:What about the pills I gave you last week?

M:Oh,they stopped the pain all right,but then two of my teeth became loose.

Q:Who is the man talking to?

［A］ His assistant.［B］ His wife.［C］ His doctor.［D］ His dentist.

【解析
 】D。当听到pills时，大部分人会选择C项医生，但此时下结论还为时过早。当男士回答说two of my teeth became loose时，我们就会排除医生而选择D项牙医。在以上对话中two of my teeth 是修正的关键，抓不住这个关键，就会落入圈套。

另外，熟悉和掌握有关职业身份的常用词汇和短语，也会迅速提高你的辨别能力。如职业方面：

邮局、银行职员和顾客(post office or bank clerk and customer):postman,letter,mail,postcard,telegram,postage,stamp,zip code,deposit,check,loan,account,currency,credit card,bill,balance。

侍者和顾客 (waiter/waitress and customer):menu,order,reserve,steak,ham,salad,soup,coffee,juice,hamburger,sandwiches,buffet,bar,brandy,whisky,dessert,tip。

图书管理员和学生(librarian and student):borrow,return,renew,due,on time,magazine,journal,periodical,reference book,novel,fiction,author,writer,catalog,shelves,reader,fine。

（二
 ）地点场景题



1
 .设题方式


这类考题主要考查考生对对话发生的地点及人物去向的判断，有直接提问的，也有间接提问的，常见的提问形式有：Where does the conversation probably take place?Where did it happen?Where are the two speakers?Where is…?What kind of place is she going to?


2
 .解题策略


此类题目主要是关于对话发生的场合、地点或者涉及的人或事物所处的位置。做这类题目时，请记住：听前早预测、听时抓关键。

（1）听前早预测：给出的选择项的语言结构如果是：地点介词（in,at,on…）+名词，那么基本可以判定该题目属于地点类的对话。

（2）听时抓关键：预测出问题后，在听对话时要有的放矢地抓住关键词，尤其是那些与选项中所表明的“地点”有关联的信号词。

M:Excuse me.I'd like to place an advertisement for a used car in this Sunday edition of your paper.

W:OK,but you have to run your advertisement all week.We can't quote rates for just Sunday.

Q:Where is the conversation most probably taking place?

［A］ At a newsstand.［B］ At a car dealer's.

［C］ At a publishing house.［D］ At a newspaper office.

【解析
 】D。地点场景题。本题的关键词是advertisement和your paper，男士告诉女士想在报纸上登广告，由此可以判断对话发生的地点是报社newspaper office。故答案为D。

（三
 ） 行为活动题



1
 .设问方式


这类问题是关于谈话的一方或双方做过、正在做、准备去做什么，或一方建议另一方去做什么的。提问方式通常为：What will the man/woman most probably do?What are the speakers probably going/trying to do?What does the woman suggest doing?


2
 .解题策略


（1）作答这类题目时，应注意：这类题目的选项一般都是动词短语形式，且动词一般为原形或动名词形式。听音时留意对话中的动词，尤其注意与选项中动词相关的信息。在留意动词的同时，要记录一些与该动词相关的重要信息，尤其是不止一个选项中的动词在对话中出现的时候，只有留意与其相关的信息，才能根据问题对号入座。

（2）注意表示请求或建议的句式或短语。

行为活动类试题的对话中经常会包含提出请求或建议的句式或短语，如：Why don't you…?What about…?Let's…;You'd better…;If I were you,I would…;I'd like to…;You might as well…等，这些句式后面的内容有可能就是建议去做或准备去做的行为活动，很可能与答案直接相关，因此听音时需重点留意。

M:Did you check the power plug and press the “play” button?

W:Yes,the power indicator was on,and it was running,but somehow the sound didn't come through.

Q:What was the woman probably trying to do?

［A］ To play a tape recorder.［B］ To take a picture.

［C］ To repair a typewriter.［D］ To start a car.

【解析
 】A。行为活动题。从选项我们可以看出是行为活动推测题。在听的时候，抓一些关键词，如power plug，the “play” button，the sound，就可以判断出活动应该是要听录音机。故答案为A。

（四
 ）观点态度题



1
 .设问方式


问题常常与谈话一方对另一方或第三方的行为、品德、观点等的态度或评价有关。常用的提问方式有：What does the man/woman mean/imply?How does the man/woman feel about…?What does the man/woman think of…?


2
 .解题策略


这类题的题干中一般都含有一些引出观点态度的动词或短语，常见的有：think,believe,find,guess,imagine,consider,as far as I know等。听音时应注意通过说话人的语气来判断说话人的态度，尤其是反问、疑问、感叹等语气，往往会明显地体现出说话人的态度或观点。具体表达观点态度时，可能出现的模式有间接表达式
 ，不明说赞成或反对；反问否定式
 ，常委婉地表示质疑和反对，如should they,shouldn't they；委婉谢绝式
 ，先表示肯定、赞成、谢意等，随后说出真实看法，如thank you all the time,but；看似否定实为肯定
 ，如why not,I can't agree any more 等。

例如：

［A］ The Edwards are quite well-off.

［B］ The Edwards should cut down on their living expenses.

［C］ It'll be unwise for the Edwards to buy another house.

［D］ It's too expensive for the Edwards to live in their present house.

M:How do you like the new physician who replaced Dr.Andrew?

W:I hear that the Edwards are thinking of buying another house.

M:Should they be doing that with all the other expenses they have to pay?Anyhow,

they are over 70 now.Their present house is not too bad.

Q:What does the man imply?

【解析
 】B。观点态度题。本题是问男士暗示什么。选项中living expenses(生活开支)和buy another house表明对话应与the Edwards的生活开支和购房计划有关。对话中男士用反问语气(should they be doing…?)表示反对意见They shouldn't be doing…(≈It'll be unwise…to do…)，由此可判断，男士对于Edwards一家人欲再购买一栋房子持反对态度，选项B中提及Edwards一家人应该减少生活开支，与对话信息一致。故答案为B。

（五
 ）数字信息题



1
 .设问方式


问题涉及时间、年龄、数量、速度、价格等信息。提问方式通常为：What time did Suzy leave home?How much does one ticket cost?When is the train leaving?


2
 .解题策略


（1）在做数字信息题时，要做到及时标记、快速计算。

人的大脑对数字的记忆时间是很短暂的，尤其是在听力练习中，所以在选项旁或空白处做一些标记是非常必要的。听力考试中的计算主要是考查学生的听力和反应能力，其计算并不复杂，关键是速度。比如当听到“It's five to six and next train will leave in thirty-five minutes.”时，要在试卷空白处迅速记录now:5 to 6;leave:35 min。对于“When is the next train?”的问题,通过计算，你就应该毫不迟疑地选定6:30。为了能够有效地做好标记，平时应该进行一些速记的训练，不一定非要使用标准的速记符号，使用自己能够认得的即可。

（2）有的数字题会直接问到对话所提及的数字，有时还需要做一些简单的计算。例如：

M:I wonder if Suzy will be here by 5 o'clock.

W:Her husband said she left home at 4:30.She should be here at 5:10,and 5:15 at the latest.

Q:What time did Suzy leave home?

［A］ 5:10.［B］ 5:00.［C］ 4:30.［D］ 5:15.

这道题的答案就很明显。

而下面这道题就绕了一个弯：

M:So when are the other guys going to get here?The train is leaving in 10 minutes.We can't wait here forever.

W:It's 10:30 already.They're supposed to be here by now.I told everybody to meet here by 10:15.

Q:When is the train leaving?

［A］ At 10:30.［B］ At 10:25.［C］ At 10:40.［D］ At 10:45.

【解析
 】D。数字信息题。本题是问火车什么时候离开。从对话中The train is leaving in 10 minutes和It's 10:30 already可知火车在10分钟后开，而现在是10：30，由此可判断，火车开车时间为10:40。做此类题时，需要做简单的加减运算。

（3）为了尽快适应这种考试方式，可就数字和时间的表达进行突击训练，提高对各种表达反应的敏捷程度，其中包括区别相近发音，如-teen 和-ty；多位数整数的表达；分数的表达；序数词的表达；时间的表达，如5:45 读作 three quarters past five,five forty-five 或a quarter to six;00:30 读作 half past midnight 等；年、月、日的表达；电话号码的表达，如525509 读作 five two double five zero nine；价格的表达，如$49.99 读作 forty-nine dollars,ninety-nine cents;航班号的表达，如Flight 808 读作 Flight eight o eight;一些数字代用词的表达，如 a dozen,score,monthly,daily,weekly,decade,century,millennium 等。

（六
 ）请求建议题

 .设题方式


这类题的问题一般是 What does the man/woman suggest doing?What's the man/woman's suggestion?选项多以动名词短语或不定式短语的形式出现。


2
 .解题策略


做此类题型要注意表示请求或建议的句式或短语。如：Why don't you…?What about…?Let's…;You'd better…;If I were you,I would…;I'd like to…;You might as well…等，句式后面的内容有可能就是建议去做或准备去做的行为活动，很可能与答案直接相关，因此听音时需重点留意。

W:I think we've covered everything.What about a cup of coffee before we move on to the next item?

M:Good idea.I really can't wait another minute.

Q:What does the woman suggest doing?

［A］ Having a break.［B］ Continuing the meeting.

［C］ Moving on to the next item.［D］ Waiting a little longer.

【解析
 】A。请求建议题。What about…?后即是所提出的建议。在西方国家coffee时间意味着休息时间，有coffee break一说，故答案为A。

答案解析


1.D。推理题。女士说学生们针对学费的增长举行了抗议活动。男士说自己听说抗议活动了，但是他不知道会有多大效果。由此可推知男士对抗议活动的效果表示怀疑。原文中的do(sb.) good意为“有益于”。选项D中be doubtful about意思是“对……表示怀疑”。故答案为D。

2.A。推理题。女士说：“Jay下周就21岁了，他知不知道我们会为他办一个惊喜派对?”男士说，Jay不知道派对是给他办的，他以为是为退休的系主任办的。由此可知，没有人告诉Jay派对是为他而办的。keep a secret意思是“保守秘密”。故答案为A。

3.D。细节题。本题考查事实细节。男士是卡尔汽修厂的工作人员，他们发现White先生早上把车开来的时候把公文包和钱包都落在了汽修厂。女士说会让White先生下午过去拿的。本题中garage意为“汽修厂，车库”。故答案为D。

4.C。推理题。女士说有些电视频道在重播20世纪60年代的很多喜剧，问男士对那些老节目有什么看法。男士说没有什么看法，但是包括知名导演在内的那些新喜剧也不是很有意思。由此可推知男士应该觉得现在的电视喜剧和20世纪60年代的相比没有什么提高。故答案为C。

5.A。细节题。男士问女士蔬菜还应该再煮多久，菜谱上说总共要10分钟左右。女士说，在自己看来已经很熟了，觉得男士不应该再煮了。对话中的anymore意思是“不再”，怀疑不应该再煮蔬菜了，也就是说不应该煮了。选项A中的stop doing sth.表示“停止做某事”。故答案为A。

6.B。细节题。题目问的是男士要为父母做什么。对话中女士问男士今天晚上是不是要去他父母家。男士说，是的，答应了帮父母算出捐税收入，他们对税务规定很糊涂。B选项符合对话内容，故选B。对话中的figure out意思是“算出，弄明白”，tax return意思是“捐税收入，纳税申报单”。选项B中sort out意思是“将某物拣出，整理”。

7.D。推理题。女士说很好奇男士提早一个月完成了工作，男士说怎么做到的对于他自己来说都是个谜。由此可知，男士也没有料到自己能这么早完成工作，故选D。选项D中的complete意思是“完成”。

8.A。推理题。女士说希望和男士的发展心理学课程上同一个班。男士说自己也希望如此，但是注册的时候，这个课程已经结束了。由此可知男士没有选上这门课。故选A。fail的意思是“在（某事物）中失败”。

9.B。推理题。男士说自己要找一个新的牙医，问女士是否推荐Dr.Anderson。女士说自己只记得他的眼镜很时髦，除此之外，没有什么好说的，意思就是不推荐这个牙医。故答案是B。

10.A。细节题。由选项提示词lose weight，yoga，figure shaping可推测话题与瑜伽减肥有关。女士解释自己焕然一新的原因是一年前加入了瑜伽俱乐部，体重下降，故答案为A。

11.A。细节题。根据选项可以预测题目是问男士的感受或对男士的描述。解题关键是要了解tell him a thing or two的意思。该词组表示“要跟他理论理论、教训教训他”的意思，说明男士很生气。故答案为A。

12.D。细节题。女士抱怨她的工作，男士回应说：“如果我是你，我就不会把这些憋在心里，我会让他知道我的感受。”talk to her boss directly是I'd let him know how I feel的同义替换，所以选D。注意男士说的wouldn't take it anymore中it指的是女士前面对于老板不满的想法而非指job，所以B、C错误；A在对话中没有提及。If I were you是虚拟语气，这是短对话的常考点，必须注意。

13.A。推断题。男士担心买的那些东西质量不好，或者过时了，女士说但是如果慢慢看，说不定会买到好的。A与女士的意思相符。预读选项可知，对话与买东西有关，且只有A是正面评价，B、C均为负面的，D没有实质性的观点，可猜测很可能B、C都不对。当听到女士说But后面的内容的时候，就可以把答案锁定为A。

14.B。推断题。根据选项可以预测题目是问女士为何搬家。女士说“我受不了噪声”，即喜欢安静的地方，故答案为B。But之后是关键的信息，要格外留意这部分的内容。

15.A。推断题。根据选项可预测问题与男士的做法有关，且对话内容与“去海边游玩”有关。男士的话是虚拟语气，表示不可能实现的愿望。既然男士对盐水过敏，自然就会避免接触海水。故答案为A。

16.B。推断题。根据选项可预测对话是关于女士的quiz成绩的。女士说：“我很幸运，它只占这门课期末成绩的一小部分。”说明她的quiz成绩不好。故答案为B。

17.C。推断题。根据选项可预测题目是问男士正在做什么。题眼是but，要关注but后面的内容。女士建议男士找机修工来修车，男士说：“你说得有道理。”但他接着说：“但这将会超出我的预算。”由此推断，男士还是决定自己修车。故答案为C。

18.A。推断题。男士责备女士不该让陌生人进来，女士说：“说起来容易，但是……”言外之意就是做起来难。故答案为A。

19.D。推断题。根据选项可以预测题目问女士出了什么事。对话中有几个关键词：soak“浸泡”，在此引申为“浑身湿透”，而pour引申为“下滂沱大雨”，由此判断女士淋了雨。故答案为D。

20.B。细节题。根据选项可预测题目问女士的喜恶或打算，而且对话内容与“进餐”有关。注意But后面的内容。男士建议女士和他一起去吃午饭，女士说：“好的。不过这次我请客。”故答案为B。

 、考点讲解


长对话的考查范围非常广泛，常见的有：工作与日常生活、校园生活、社会问题讨论，题材也很多样化，涉及科普知识类、新闻采访类以及文化教育类。

长对话是介于短对话与短文之间的一种考查类型，同时兼有短对话的口语性强和短文听力中信息量大、逻辑关系明显、句式复杂多变的特点。

长对话的设题方式主要有三大类：主旨题、推断题和细节题。其中，细节题的分数比重最大，一般可以占长对话总题目的80%。

 ）主旨题



1
 .设题方式


这类题目是听力长对话测试中相对容易的题目，主要考查考生对长对话主题或谈话场景的把握，问题常常要求考生判断对话谈论的话题、对话目的或对话中谈到的主要问题等。这类题目的选项特征比较明显，一般是简短的词组或者短句。另外，此类题目的提问方式也相对固定，常见的有：

What are the two speakers talking about/discussing?

What is the conversation mainly about?

What is the main topic of the conversation?

What's the purpose of sb.'s calling/doing…?


2
 .解题策略


（1）预先浏览选项，确定题目类型。由于这类题目的选项特征明显，常常为简短词汇或短语，因而提前浏览可以帮助考生在听音前做出正确预测，进行有针对性的听音。有时选项中的各个答案都基本类似，这种情况下要先分析各选项的不同，把握选项间的内在联系，例如包含和被包含的关系，然后在听音时捕捉其中的重要信息和关键词句。

［A］The latest developments of an armed rebellion in Karnak.

［B］The fall of Karnak's capital city into the hands of the rebel forces.

［C］The epidemic that has just broken out in the country of Karnak.

 】选项均为名词短语，且概括性均较强，故本题很可能考查对话的主旨。由armed rebellion，the rebel forces，peace talks between the rebels and the government等词以及多次出现的Karnak可推知本对话很可能与Karnak反政府武装叛乱有关。

 】从对话中the civil unrest in the newly formed country of Karnak和rebel forces launched the biggest offensive against the ruling government可知对话的内容是Karnak反政府武装叛乱。这与之前预测的内容一致。

（2）把握对话的开头和结尾。由于对话较长，考生往往忽视了对话的首尾处。实际上，由于主旨题常设为第一题或最后一题，对话的主题也往往在开头或结尾处点明，尤其对于新闻访谈类现场对话题目，这一特征较为明显。因此考生应快速进入听音状态，抓住对话首尾处的细节。

（3）充分注意重复频率高的词汇短语。在长对话中，很多时候主题是直接点明的，可以充分注意对话中出现频率较高的词，以此来帮助判断主题。

这类题目主要考查考生在听懂对话的基础上，对对话中重要细节引申含义的理解。考生需要综合把握对话的内容、关键词、上下文、语气、语调等多种因素，同时运用自己的文化背景知识和生活常识等进行逻辑推理、判断、归纳，去领会说话人的真实意思。因而，这类题目常常是难点所在。常见的提问方式有：

What does the man mean/suggest by talking about…?

What can be inferred/concluded from the conversation?

What do we learn from the conversation?

What can be concluded from the conversation?


2
 .解题策略


（1）通过浏览选项找到听音关键。浏览选项对这类题目的回答非常重要。首先，由于推断类题目的选项特征往往不明显，因此考生在听音前需要快速浏览与本对话有关的所有题目选项，注意各个选项中的相同点和不同点，注意一些专有名词，如人名、地点和不同的动词，这些不同之处将会帮你大致确定对话谈论的内容以及哪些是你要听的关键；其次，分析选项间的特点还可以在一定程度上帮助考生提前排除明显错误的选项。及时排除明显错误的选项，有助于缩小听音范围，提高正确率。

（2）注意积累一些含蓄委婉的表达和习惯用法。这一策略与短对话相似。由于长对话大多发生在实际场景中，它仍然有很强的口语特征，因此考生对习语、惯用语、固定搭配的掌握有助于避免出现理解偏离真正含义的现象。

（3）利用对英语国家文化背景的了解以及对英语语音习惯表达方式的掌握进行推断。在口语中，语调重点是用来表达说话人的情感、态度的最有效的手段之一，因此要“听话听音”，通过语调来推断讲话者的真正含义。

 ） 细节题



1
 .设题方式


细节类题目可以考查到对话的方方面面，如时间、地点、原因、事件、个人的观点态度、对事情的喜好等，有很多与短对话的考查点不谋而合。细节题主要分为两种：一种是答案为对话细节的再现；另一种是答案为对话细节的同义转述。细节类题目通常没有固定的提问方式，一般是常说的Wh-question (what,which,when,where,why,how等)。


2
 .解题策略


通过提前浏览选项做出合理预测。考生抓住有效时间提前浏览选项，通过分析比较各个选项，并结合自己的有关经验和知识，对问题进行估计和预测，从而帮助自己有重点地听。预测技巧对细节题的把握很重要，这里提供几点相关的预测技巧：

（1）选项如果以某种动词形式开头，如动词原形、动名词或分词，则可以推测问题与说话双方的行为活动有关。

以上列举的这些预测技巧可以在一定程度上帮助考生有针对性地听音，提高正确率。在实战的听力长对话考试中，还应注意以下几个方面的问题：

（1）注意选项中与原对话细节不同的表达方式，比如同义近义词转换、句型转换、句子否定表达与肯定表达的转化等。

（2）听的过程中要做好记录。记录的重点应当是人名、地名、时间、地点、原因、人物态度等。记录的方法多种多样，要利用自己最擅长和熟悉的记录方法，比如符号、缩写、首字母等。

（3）根据上下文有效避开对难词的理解。长对话中的难词、偏词常常与细节类问题的回答直接相关，这时考生无须花费时间思考难词、偏词的含义，而可以通过对上下文的理解使其明朗化，从而做出正确判断。例如，在2007 年6 月的六级听力考试长对话中出现了难词jet lag（由飞行引起的时差问题），第20 题针对健康计划的目的和作用来提问，因此必须理解jet lag 才能解题。但要理解这个词，不一定要事先背过单词，只要利用上下文稍加推测即可。男生在对话结尾处提到“So,basically,it's a choice.Mineral water and exercises,or champagne and jet lag.”，提示jet lag 是和锻炼等健康的生活方式相反的一个选择，也就是会令人不适，理解到这一层就可以做题了。

（4）抓住对话中的答语。长对话的考点常设在一个问题的问答处，且答案常设在答语上。

（5）注意对话中的数字信息。对话中出现年代、时间、价格等数字的地方也常为设置题目的重点，但是一般不单纯考查数字，而是考查与数字相关的其他细节。

短文理解部分的篇幅一般在200词左右，语速为130词/分钟，朗读一遍。短文的选材较为多样，涉及经济、文化、政治、风俗、历史等日常生活的各个方面。该题型侧重考查学生对整体段落的听力理解能力和英语基础知识。该题型因其材料篇幅较大，考生需要在有限的时间内，整体把握所听内容，并及时选出答案，是听力测试中难度较大的一个环节。综合来说，该题型主要包括细节题、判断题、词义理解题和主旨题四种类型。为了方便考生备考，下面就其各个题型的设题方式和应试策略做归纳整理。

（一
 ）细节题



1
 .设题方式


此类题型的考查点集中在短文细节信息的描述上，要求考生在对材料进行整体分析的同时，关注相关细节信息。该题型为常考题型，在短文听力的问题中出现频率最高，所占比率一般在60%~70%。细节题出现之处一般都是文章的重要句子和段落所在之处，因此我们在听短文的时候应该根据语速的快慢缓急来判断文章的重点所在。在有转折词、否定词、频度副词等关键词出现之处更要给予充分的关注。

 .解题策略


（1
 ）关注短文中原因
 、目的处


短文理解中问题所使用的疑问词中，除了what以外，出现最多的就是why，提问的内容多为细节知识。因此因果关系处是短文理解中细节题的设题重点之一。因此，当短文中出现because，since，so，lead to，result from/in，contribute to等表示因果关系的词或短语时，需重点关注。另外，短文中涉及目的、目标的地方也经常会受到出题人的青睐，这类题目的选项多为动词原形或不定式短语。

例4

［B］ They fear they will regret it afterwards.

［C］ They would like to spend more time with them.

［D］ They don't want to see their husbands poorly treated.

短文中为说明一个问题，常常会使用列举或进行举例，这些地方是设题的重点,因此当听到such as,for example,for instance,the first,the second等一类的词语时，应加以留意。

 ） 关注短文中时间状语处


短文中（尤其是人物故事类）经常会叙述什么时间发生了什么事或描述某人、某事在某个时候的状态，这些地方经常成为设题点。因此，当短文中出现while，when，as等引导的时间状语从句或是其他时间状语从句时，一定要注意与其相关的细节信息。

例

［A］ Planting some trees in the greenhouse.

［B］ Writing a want ad to a local newspaper.

［C］ Putting up a Going Out of Business sign.

3.C。细节题。由选项可知，题目问的是原因。听力录音中有两个例子说明有些人不喜欢Starbucks。例子里的细节往往是考点，而且会出现张冠李戴的陷阱。本题问的是第二个例子的内容。短文提及，Mr.O'Connel批评Starbucks在制作咖啡时用机器比用人手更多。故答案为C。

复合式听写试题通常为一篇240~260 词左右的短文，在题材、体裁及难度上与短文选择部分题目大体相当。短文朗读三遍，朗读速度也略低于标准的英式或美式英语朗读语速。第一遍以正常语速朗读，要求考生听懂全文内容，抓住主旨大意，空格部分没有停顿；第二遍朗读时，在后三个需要填写句子的空格处有25秒的停顿时间，由考生来完成所缺句子；第三遍朗读无停顿，供考生核对。考试时间为10 分钟左右。

 .设题方式


复合式听写的设题方式分为两种：单词听写和句子听写。第一部分要求考生根据录音内容准确填出空格里的词汇，一般为一个单词，全段共填写8个单词；第二部分要求考生听完后写出该部分的文章重点。有一点需要提醒大家的是，录音中有明确对考生的提示：“you can either use the exact words you have just heard or write down the main points in your own words”，也就是说你可以在听懂句意后进行归纳，并用自己的话简练地将要点表达出来。

 .解题策略


在听力训练中要练习如下解题技巧。

（1
 ）利用间隙
 ，浏览全文
 ，积极预测


与所有类型的听力测试一样，复合式听写也要求考生在阅读Directions的时候，有效地利用这一段宝贵的时间，通读全文，积极预测文章的内容。

通过卷面文字捕捉信息，找出线索、了解大意。“复合式听写”材料多为说明文，这一体裁的文章具有主题突出，条理分明，层次清楚，语言简洁，逻辑性强的特点。文章的开头或段首多半有主题句(topic sentence)，之后的段落和句子进一步具体扩展、说明或论证主题句。段首和段尾均有完整的主题句。考生应利用一切机会，如考前空隙或播放考试指令的时间，浏览试卷该项下的文字部分，尤其是主题句，根据主题句预测文章发展线索和大意。还要观察空格前后的词语，判断所填写单词的词性、单复数、时态、语态。

即使“复合式听写”材料为其他体裁的文章，听音前浏览一下试题也大有裨益。因为文章具有一致性和连贯性的特点，从试题中我们总会搜索到一些有参考价值的材料。

 ）三遍录音
 ，各有侧重
 ，运筹帷幄


1）听第一遍录音应从大处着眼，从小处着手，以听为主，以记为辅，听写结合，双管齐下。

听第一遍录音时应尽量放松，抓主要信息(大处着眼)，将注意力集中在空格部分，尤其注意听清或写下第一个词和最后一个词(从小处着手)。否则，就可能糊里糊涂地什么也没听清。要特别提醒：听第一遍时不要手忙脚乱，边听边记，或为了某一个词而造成意识上的暂时停顿，破坏整句或整段的理解。听第一遍时，考生可以适当地填写些单词和做些笔记，以听为主，以记为辅。第一遍记下关键词有助于第二遍听写时启发记忆，提示要点，同时也减轻了第二遍笔记的压力，使笔记更加充实、完整，依次听出的内容要点才会更加全面、准确。听和记两种不同的语言技能在“复合式听写”中有着紧密的联系，相互促进。

2）听第二遍录音时，留神停顿信号，注意意群和关键词语。

第二遍在听懂的基础上，迅速记下所听的内容。这一遍主要是抢速度，用简写等方式或用图形、符号记录下内容就行。一般考生听完两遍基本可听懂句意;但只凭记忆写出要点，往往容易有疏漏和错误。信息量足够的笔记是写好要点的重要条件;但如何在有限的时间内记录下更多的内容呢?这里介绍几种方法。

a)首先，可使用缩略语。可用esp.代especially，sth.代something，apprec代appreciation等。没有缩略语的词汇，如字母较少的单词，可完整写出该词，如gift,take，字母较多的单词，只写该词前几个字母;这里的基本要求是快速、省时，并能表达含义。缩略语不一定要求规范，甚至可用些符号，所记内容不一定要求完整，只要能起到提示的作用，自己能看懂就行了。

b)其次，由于“复合式听写”第二部分朗读时没有停顿，即使使用缩略语也难记下全文，因此考生应有选择地记笔记。英语中实词具有表意功能，而虚词多具有语法功能，所以记词应以实词为主。

c)另外，因为“复合式听写”第二部分只要求写出内容要点，这样考生应重点记下句子的中心词。

3）听第三遍录音时，注意听没有听明白或没有记录下来的词或句。

如果都已记下，就重点检查、修正记录内容。考生应针对以上内容及第一部分和第二部分的主题句进行诊断、判断、概括。文章要点显然不可缺漏，但也并非多多益善，考生应分清主次，有所取舍，从这个意义上说，“复合式听写”还要求考生具有一定的逻辑分析和归纳能力。文字表达应简洁、通顺、准确。

 ）听音结束
 ，核对语法
 ，查漏补缺


“复合式听写”第三遍朗读供考生进行核对，核对是最后必不可少的环节，考生应抓住时机弥补前两遍听音时所忽略或遗漏的内容，进一步修改和完善自己的答案。听写第一部分要求考生填入所缺单词，有时考生只凭辨音仍难以准确地判断出应为何词，此时考生可运用自己的语言知识，修正听力细节上的不足。主要可以从语法结构、词语搭配、意义连贯、上下文等多方面去推测、分析和判断，并正确拼写出单词。而在核对听写第二部分内容要点表达时，则应注意力求要点完整、准确，尽量减少语言中语法、拼写等错误。单词是否拼写正确往往暗示你是否真正听懂了。写错了单词而且错误还比较多的话，很难说你已经听懂了。所以，平时应加强拼写练习。

除了上面提到的几点技巧外，建议在做复合式听写时最好做到以下几点：

1）注意话题知识的运用，文章的话题规定了用词范围。

2）利用词汇的上下义与同义词和反义词的关系。

3）根据上下文推测词汇的运用。

4）在填写句子时，如果不能将原句完全记下,将关键词记下来,然后根据关键词，结合文章叙述的逻辑，重新编写句子。

复合式听写很大程度上利用了完形填空的词汇和篇章技巧，同时在做题中又运用了写作的技法。但是否能够以适当的语言准确地补全短文所缺信息，不是技巧本身所能做到的，需要考生平时加强这方面的训练。

以上简要分析了复合式听力测试的特点和可以运用的一些方法技巧。但是，听力能力的培养不是一朝一夕可以练就的，更不是知道几个小窍门就能解决问题的。希望同学们结合各自所报考院校的听力测试的特点，有针对性地进行强化训练，同时注意解题的技巧，以望在短时间内有所突破。

下面我们就以一道试题为例，运用前面提及的应试技巧和解题策略，进一步说明复合式听写的命题规律和考查要点。

 、考情分析


在博士生英语入学考试中，词汇题基本上是各个高校一个稳定的测试项目。要求考生从所给的四个选项中选出可用在句中最恰当的词或词组，考题中出现的词汇、词组、短语等都是重要的备考知识点。这部分主要测试考生掌握的词汇量，是否具备根据上下文对词和词组意义进行判断的能力。

清华大学对攻读博士学位考试大纲词汇量做了具体的要求：

· 清华大学博士生入学时其英语水平原则上应达到或略高于硕士生水平。根据《研究生英语教学大纲》中的规定：硕士生应领会式掌握词汇5500个，其中大部分为实义词。如：名词、动词、形容词、副词。动词所占比例最大，约为五分之一。名词应不低于动词，而且词汇级别越高名词的比例就越大。但这并不意味着介词和连词就可以忽略。

· 掌握一定数量的常用词组。

· 掌握一定数量的常用词缀，并能根据词法和语境意思识别常见的派生词。

博士生入学考试中英语词汇的一般题量为20道题，每道题0.5分，共10分。也有的高校是15道题，如北京大学，每题1分，总分15分。主要考点集中在动词、名词、形容词、短语和固定搭配的判断和理解，包括同义词、近义词和反义词的区分。大部分高校的考试形式为15或20个单句，选择填空完成句子。当然也有例外，如清华大学，它的考试形式为10个单句有下划线，选出与下划线意义相同的单词，再加10个单句选择填空完成句子。为了帮助各位考生在复习时能把握重点和难点，笔者对北京大学和中国科学院高校历年试题中各个考点的分布情况做了详细的统计。

比较分析北京大学和中国科学院的试题题型和分布，我们不难看出，北京大学对于语法知识和语法结构的强化，所考的知识点比较零碎。而中科院的词汇题型相对比较简单，基本没有涉及语法，主要是名词、动词、动词词组、形容词、固定搭配之类的题目。当然，以上只是对两所高校历年题目的一个简单对比，不是绝对的，但对于考生的备考还是有一定的借鉴意义的。考生可以根据自己所报考学校的真题，分析历年试题，总结归纳，就可以做出比较科学的出题预测，更有利于考生整体把握复习备考的方向。

总的来说，考试重点可以归纳为以下几个方面：

· 固定搭配

· 考过的题目

· 形容词、动词

· 抽象名词

· 既是形近词又是近义词的

 、应试指导


考生在考博备考初期，都会选择市场上比较畅销的词汇书来进行强化背诵记忆。但在背诵的过程中经常出现单词背不下来，背过的单词又忘记的情况。在这种情况下就需要考生了解单词的记忆规律，知晓博士生词汇考试的特点，循序渐进，有主有次地进行词汇备考。


1
 .熟悉报考学校的考试大纲


《博士生入学考试英语考试大纲》是考试的指导准则，对于听、说、读、写、译各方面的能力和各种题型考法、题型分布都做出了明确的说明。考生需要登录各自报考学校的研究生院网上浏览或下载其考试大纲，尤其关注考试大纲中的样题。对于词汇部分，要认真研读和试做，了解试题的形式和难度。有些高校在大纲后还附有《考博英语词汇表》，要求考生对于词汇表中列出的基本词汇要背诵熟记，并掌握常用的单词派生词和搭配。


2
 .由易到难
 ，循序渐进


背诵单词不能一蹴而就，也不能漫无目的，要根据单词的性质和考生的水平循序渐进，步步为营。

· 首先，要记忆5000个基础高频词汇。

虽然这些单词简单、基础，但含义丰富，这部分单词是考博英语真题中大部分“派生词”的主要来源。而且常常与短语、词组和固定搭配连用，增加考试难度。因此，本系列图书词汇部分列出的5000个单词考生要做到熟记，并尽量掌握更多的搭配和派生词。

· 其次，记忆词根、词缀构词的长难单词。

此类单词是真题中形近词辨析的主要出题来源。在背诵这些单词的过程中，不要死记硬背，要理解单词的词根、词缀的意思，理解单词的造词意图，达到长期记忆的效果。这类单词与高频词汇相比，虽然又长又难，但是单词的释义和内涵往往比较单一集中，考生只要背会这部分单词的意思，在考试中通常不会存在考点难度。

· 第三，识别较难或生僻的低频词汇。

本系列图书的词汇单项训练中列举的2000个认知词汇，是考博试题中的低频词汇，考生在时间充裕、学有余力的情况下可以进行背诵。但只要求能够识别，不需要记忆其派生词和具体用法。

· 最后，记忆考博英语真题词汇。

通常情况下，真题词汇在单词的形式、考查的释义上都有别于考博英语大纲词汇，因此建议考生单独准备真题词汇。各个高校历年真题单词的复现率一般都很高，掌握高频出现的真题单词，就可以很好地掌握最新真题中的大部分单词了。相比于大纲词汇，真题中的单词多出现“派生词”，词组与复合词、语法相结合等现象。因此，掌握真题单词的出题规律就十分重要。对于考生来讲，要认真对待真题。除了关注词汇部分的考题外，还要整理真题阅读、完形中重复出现的词汇，并反复巩固记忆，结合上下文与语境，强化单词在例句中的用法。一般可以在强化备考阶段或者考前冲刺阶段重点掌握考博英语历年真题词汇。

在介绍完复习单词的主要次序后，现在为考生推荐几个记忆单词的小技巧。


1
 .以动词为开端


从语法角度讲，学习英语应该以动词为开端，以动词为主线，以动词为重点，用动词带动其他词类的学习。通过记忆动词，考生可以联想记忆其派生出的名词、形容词和副词形式，还可以记忆一些相关的、常用的动词搭配和动词词组。而且对于动词的考核也是很多高校博士生入学考试中所强调的重点和考点。所以，考生在学习英语和记忆单词时，要增强对动词的敏感度，也就是说，既需要运用机械记忆牢记，又需要在灵活运用中掌握。要把记忆词汇和理解意义紧密结合起来。

 .通过联想帮助记忆


孤立的单词不容易记住，但人具有丰富的想象力，通过联想我们可以使之形象化、生动化、系统化。把意义相反或相对的一组词集中在一起记忆，这是传统的反义词记忆法。这种方法对我们理解和记忆词汇是有益处的。利用归类法联想效果也很好，当遇到具体某一个英语词时，我们就应当有意识地更新单一词汇记忆模式，逐渐培养自己掌握用英语主题词扩展词汇的能力。当遇到“colour”一词时，我们就应当联想到太阳光七种颜色的英语词汇；当遇到“动物”一词时，我们就应当在自己的头脑中，尽可能多地重现相应的英语词汇；当遇到“植物”一词时，就应当重现有关植物的英语词汇等。需要注意的是，掌握主题词最好是遵循宜少不宜多、由易到难、灵活排序、逐渐增加容量等原则。


3
 .充分利用各种感官
 ，发挥各自记忆类型的优势


充分利用各种感官，心理学告诉我们，对各种感官的多种刺激，容易在大脑有关部位建立起多方面的暂时的神经联系，因而有助于记忆。外语学习分为听、说、读、写四个方面，在记忆单词时眼睛要看着、口要说着、耳朵要听着、手还要写着，充分利用视觉器官、听觉器官和言语运动器官等多种器官协同记忆。当然人的记忆类型也各有其特点，有的听觉记忆效果好，有的视觉记忆效果好，大多数则是动觉记忆效果好。每个人要善于发现自己的记忆特点，充分发挥和利用各自的记忆类型，增强记忆。视觉记忆型的人主要依赖看，听觉记忆型的人主要依赖听，有的则主要依赖动觉，即用手写。考生要以各自的特点为主
 ，并辅助于各种感官协同记忆效果是最好的
 。例如，通过视觉识记单词，一边看，一边背，就显得很虚，不能落到实处。而正确的方法
 ，就是要边看单词
 ，边读单词
 ，并在笔记本上将单词写出来
 ，通过视觉、听觉和动觉三种感官刺激就可以很快记住单词。


4
 .定期分散复习


从时间分配上来说，复习分集中复习和分散复习。集中复习，即集中在同一时间内反复学习某种材料；分散复习，即在几段相隔的时间里反复学习某种材料。实验表明，分散复习优于集中复习，类似考前突击式的复习方式是不足取的。根据艾宾浩斯的遗忘曲线先快后慢的规律，单词复习就要掌握先密后疏，随着记忆的加深，每次复习的时间间隔可以适当延长。有人通过实验得出结论，外语单词复习时间的合理间隔分配应为首次记忆之后 5分钟、30分钟、12小时、1天、2天、4天、7天、15天、30天。另外，还有一些其他时间分配上的说法，如：2 天、4 天、8 天、16 天、32 天等，但基本大同小异，可以作为一种一般性的规律进行参考。有研究资料表明，学习后 8 天内是外语单词遗忘的高速期，在此期间，如能及时、合理地组织三次复习，记忆效果就能保持在 95%以上；反之，学习后 8 天内不复习就会遗忘 40%~70%，这时再复习就会费劲了。


5
 .复习方式要多样化


前面说过在记忆过程中不能机械重复。同样，在复习过程中也应如此，因而要经常变换复习方式，每次都要感到新颖，而不枯燥，每次都应感到有新的收获。英语单词的复习不能只采用英汉互译、听写这些都早已陈旧的方法，还应多采用一些找同义词、反义词、单词归类以及单词游戏等多种方式复习才能达到好的效果。

总之，虽然人的智力存在着差异，但这并不是造成学习好坏的根本原因，主要还是方法问题，记忆方面也是如此。因此，在英语单词学习的过程中要讲究方式、方法，自觉遵循记忆规律，才能加强记忆，提高记忆效率。

形近词指单词词形相近，但意义却大相径庭。最常见的易混形近词，通常指含有相同的词根或者词缀的单词，这类题型是博士生入学英语考试常考的题型。

 、考点讲解


该题型在考试中一般是四个单词，形式相近但意义相异。一般四个单词或者其中的两个或者三个单词都含有相同的词根或者词缀。

如2014年中科院词汇第6小题。

四个选项中A,C,D三个选项单词均含有-rate的后缀，但意义各不相同。

四个选项中均含有indis-的前缀，但意义不同。

四个选项中A,B,C均含有scend的词根，但意义又各不相同。

仔细研读真题，我们不难发现博士英语考试中对于形近词的考查主要是词根、前缀或后缀，而这些词根、词缀都是从原拉丁文中演变过来的，数量是极有限的，因此，我们只要掌握了这些词根和词缀，理解单词的构词规律，探其根源。通常情况下，词汇题中对于形近词的辨析的出题思路一般都是要求考生能够识别出单词的意思即可，对于其派生词的考查很少。因此，即使在考博英语题中遇到陌生词汇，考生也可以根据上下文的内容，结合单词构成规律去猜词。这样，问题就迎刃而解了。

一
 、考点讲解


近义词辨析是目前高校博士生入学考试的词汇常考题目。这类题相对来说比较难，它要求考生不单要掌握每个词的含义，还要从用法、使用场合、词与词的搭配关系上进行分析，最后做出正确的判断。但准确使用同义词、近义词对于考博英语却具有重要意义。一方面，写作时可以避免文章的枯燥和累赘；另一方面，考试中经常要求考生能辨析同义词、近义词的细小差别，正确指出它们在语言表达、使用场合方面的不同。

学习和掌握同义词、近义词不应只靠弄清词义或死记硬背这些词之间词义的差别，而应利用卡片积累这些词的用法和典型例子，根据上下文语境及运用场合的异同，体会其意义的差别。

此种题型的设题方式通常为，四个选项均为同义词或者近义词，要求考生根据上下文语境选出正确答案。近义词多为实词,常见的考点是动词近义词辨析和形容词近义词辨析
 ，也有数量很少的名词近义词辨析。


1
 .重复巩固


单词背记过程是个反复强调的过程。因此，每隔一段时间就要进行复习，巩固所学单词，根据遗忘先快后慢的规律，应先多后少地安排复习时间。而且复习只有在遗忘还没有开始的时候才更有效。比如第二天背新单词，那么最好花两三分钟复习一下第一天记忆的单词，然后依次隔3天、1周、半月、一月再复习一次。通过及时地循环记忆，就能把单词记牢。


2
 .强化运用


复习单词不应该一次紧跟一次地“旧调重弹”或者一口气念十几二十遍。这样单调、机械地重复会让人感到枯燥、乏味、厌烦，容易引起大脑的抑制。同学们在记单词时最好采取多种多样的方式，如：朗诵短句、听录音、做练习、中英文互译，适当地泛读一些简易读物等。鉴于做题也是巩固所学词汇的不可忽略的重要组成部分，希望考生在做题过程中仍要注意不断巩固所学词汇，辨析易混词汇，并进一步体会出题思路。


3
 .联想记忆


博士研究生词汇考题中要求考生能辨析同义词、近义词的细小差别，正确指出它们在语言表达、使用场合方面的不同。如果孤立、单个地进行记忆，必然缺乏系统，事倍功半。这里提示考生可以采取同义联想记忆的方法。

同义联想的方法，即通过收集和整理同义词，将它们放在一起集中记忆，可以大大提高记忆的速度和效果。其实，英语中两个意思绝对相同的单词是很难找到的，所谓的同义词实际上就是近义词而已，两个或几个同义词在意义或文体方面总会有不同程度的差异，如果平时学习词汇时认真辨析这些词，体会它们的细微差别，考试的时候就会信心十足。在做题过程中巩固所学词汇，辨析易混词汇，并进一步体会出题思路。

总之，在单词的学习中，要依靠多种方法，且让多种方法在不同情况下交替使用，这样才能收到意想不到的效果，才能真正做到会读、会写、会用。这样记起来就会容易、有趣、充满信心，不知不觉地记住了单词。

语境词汇辨析在博士生入学考试中也是比较常见的题型。该题型主要考查学生对于句子语境和词汇词意的掌握程度。

该类题型主要设置四个意义各不相同的选项，不是同义词也不是形近词，要求考生根据上下文语义和语境，结合每个单词或词组的意思，做出正确的选择和判断。四个单词通常具有相同的词性，一般为动词、形容词、名词、副词等实词。词组一般为介词词组和动词词组。

解答此类题型，是有一定的规律可循的，考生要认真研究真题题干，通过做题找到上下文语境中的逻辑关系，明确搭配关系，就可以收到事半功倍的效果。

37.A。形容词词义辨析。根据句中disguised as fiction（小说貌似虚构），空格处单词修饰的名词accounts of actual “现实反映”，可以判断后文空格处的单词应为“真实的”。veracious“真实的”符合句意。venial“轻微的；可原谅的”；venal“腐败的，贪污的”；veritable“真正的，名副其实的”。故答案为A。

38.D。形容词词义辨析。根据语境，后文的谈论天气，只是英国人的礼貌性行为。结合选项，符合该语境的只有perfunctory“敷衍的”。persistent“固执的，坚持的”；pernicious“有害的，致命的”；peripatetic“巡游的，到处走的”。故答案为D。

39.C。形容词词义辨析。根据后文提及的outraged some and delighted others（触怒了一些人，也使一些人很称心），且形容词修饰的名词为analysis，结合选项，mordant“尖酸的，辛辣的”符合语境。mottled“斑驳的，杂色的”；mundane“世俗的，平凡的”；munificent“慷慨的，丰厚的”。故答案为C。

40.B。名词词义辨析。句子的谓语动词为switch“转换”，语境为从公司转换为主要竞争对手。结合选项与语境，allegiance“忠诚”符合句意。freight“货运，货物”；destination “目的地”；allowance“津贴，补助”。故答案为B。

41.B。动词词义辨析。句子的主语为editor“编辑”，空格处动词的宾语为every single page，结合选项，可知scrutinize“仔细彻底地检查”符合句意。decorate“装饰，装修”；remedy“补救，治疗”；shatter“粉碎，损坏”。故答案为B。

42.C。动词词义辨析。enclosed 用墙、篱笆等围住，将某物放进信件包裹中；embarrass“使窘迫，使局促不安”；besiege“包围，围困”；penetrate“渗透，刺穿”。根据crowds of casualties needing treatment，结合语境可知besiege符合句意。故答案为C。

43.A。动词词义辨析。空格处动词的宾语是demand for off-the-shelf media“现货供应媒体的需求”，根据常识，可知互联网对于现货供应媒体是有很大冲击的。结合选项，符合句意的只有diluting指削弱某事物的力量或效果。collaborate“合作”；expel“驱逐”；inflect“改变，弯曲”。故答案为A。

44.B。动词词义辨析。空格处动词的宾语为the social foundation“社会基础”，结合选项，符合句意的只有buttress“支持，支撑”；cripple“削弱”；abandon“抛弃”；suspend“推迟，延缓”均不符合语境。故答案为B。

45.A。动词词义辨析。capitulate“认输，屈服”；offset“补偿，抵消”；enclose “围绕，装入”；appreciate“感激，欣赏”。结合语境，由allied bombardment可知capitulate符合句意。故答案为A。

46.D。形近词辨析。四个单词均含有相同的词根appli,但意义不同。applicator “涂药器”；application“应用，申请”；applicant“申请人”；appliance“器械，器皿”。由从句中Echo House，energy可知该句的语境为生存环境，且空格处单词应与insulation，heating，gardening并列。结合选项可知appliance符合句意。故答案为D。

47.B。形近词辨析。根据单词case和patient可知语境为一个医疗案件。结合选项，只有negligent“过失犯罪的，疏忽大意的”符合语境。negative“否定的”；neglected“被忽略的”；negligible“微不足道的”均不符合语境。故答案为B。

48.C。形近词辨析。四个单词的拼写很相似，但意义不同。bet “打赌，赌注”；bit“一点，少量”；bid“希望，愿望”；bat“球拍”。句子的谓语动词scuttle意为“破坏”，结合选项，可知bid符合句意。故答案为C。

49.A。形近词辨析。pouring old wine into the same bottles is the wrong way to go是对空格处单词的解释说明，即“把同样的瓶子都装旧酒是不对的”，这是一种观点。结合选项，与general搭配，表示观点的只有consensus“一致同意的观点”。census“人口普查”；censorship“检查，审查”；conscience“良知”。故答案为A。

50.D。形近词辨析。to make the world a pleasant place to live in,and you a more pleasant person to live with“使世界成为一个愉快的地方，使人更乐于与别人相处”是对空格处名词的解释说明。结合选项，只有etiquette“礼节，礼仪”符合语境。elitism“精英主义”；eloquence“雄辩，口才”；eminence“显赫，卓越”均不符合语境。故答案为D。

51.B。副词词义辨析。空格处的副词修饰动词constructed，句意为：鲍鱼壳的粗糙是由生物的不同的神奇而形成的，在高倍显微镜下就像精心建造的石墙一般。结合语境，选项中只有elaborately“精巧地”符合句意。故答案为B。

52.B。形容词词义辨析。空格处单词应与主语cobweb在逻辑意义上搭配，且与lovely在情感意义上一致，选项中fragile“脆弱的”符合句意。frigid“寒冷的，严寒的”；strident“刺耳的，尖锐的”；tedious“沉闷的，冗长的”均不符合句意。故答案为B。

53.B。形容词词义辨析。结合in the first sentence的语境，可知空格处的单词应为“后面的”意思。选项中subsequent“后来的，随后的”符合句意。coherent“相关的”；antecedent“先前的，先驱的”。故答案为B。

54.C。形近词辨析。从空格处形容词修饰的pride可知选项中与之对应且符合语境的只有contented“满足的，心安的”。contracted“收缩的，压缩的”；contest“争论，为……而竞赛”，没有被动语态；contrasted“形成对照的”。故答案为C。

55.A。形近词辨析。空格处单词修饰的宾语为craft，结合语境，要填入的词应为“有用的学习写作的方法”。选项中exploring “探索，考察”符合语境。exploit“开发，利用”，一般指开发自然资源；employ“雇用”；embody“体现”。故答案为A。

56.B。副词词义辨析。由句中的breathtaking“惊人的”和but可知，空格处句子的大意为：人们对该发展的理解上的变化却不那么惊人。结合选项，能与change搭配且符合语境的单词应为dramatically“引人注目地”。incidentally“偶然地”，rigorously“严厉地，残酷地”，temporarily“临时地，暂时地”均不符合题意。故答案为B。

57.D。动词词组辨析。come out in“以……方式出来”；live up to“不辜负……，遵守……”；make a fuss of“对……小题大做，大惊小怪”；fall back on“求助于……，转而依靠……”。空格处的不定式充当savings的定语，结合选项，fall back on符合语境。故答案为D。

58.C。介词词组辨析。at its end“在最后”；at its hand英语中无此用法；at its core“从根本上”；at its best“最好”。结合语境，答案为C。句意为：我们寻求一种从根本上来讲尊重个人尊严和价值的社会。

59.C。近义词辨析。四个选项都有“被打倒，击溃”的意思。但只有bombard用在这里含有一种比喻义，即“被金钱的要求所包围”。bombard经常用于bombard someone with something,表示“向某人询问，给予信息过多”的意思。故答案为C。

60.C。动词词组辨析。空格处词组应与句中loss of self-confidence,a sense of personal failure,great anger并列，都表示“失意，愤怒”的意思。选项中let down“失望”符合语境。let alone“不打扰，更别提”；let out“泄露，解雇，释放”；let on“泄露，假装”均不符合。故答案为C。

61.A。动词词组辨析。动词词组的宾语为the same basic procedure，结合选项和语境可知答案为A。go through“经历，通过”；take over“接管”；respond to“反应”；carry off“夺去，带走”。故答案为A。

62.B。近义词辨析。这一组形容词都有“可信的”的意思。credible “可信的，可靠的”；credulous “轻信的，易于相信的”；plausible “似乎有理的(可信的)”，常带有怀疑的意思；convincing “让人信服的”。语境是她很容易相信销售员的话。故答案为B。

63.D。近义词辨析。这组动词都有“拒绝”的意思。decline “婉言拒绝，谢绝”，相当于refuse politely，主要用于拒绝有关社交活动的邀请或要求帮助的请求，后接名词或动词不定式，主语只能是人；refuse 是比较普通的用词，表示“拒绝”，含有非常坚决地、不客气地拒绝的意思；reject 抛弃，不采纳，主语可以是人或物，后接名词，不能接动词不定式；deny 否认，否定，其后可接名词，代词或that从句。语境说的是罪犯否认指控。故答案为D。

64.C。近义词辨析。这一组词都有“消失”的意思。disappear “消失，不见；灭绝，不复存在”，为一般用语；vanish “消失，不见”，指突然间化为乌有，强调非常彻底地、神秘莫测地消失、失踪；fade 指衣服的颜色褪色，声音的逐渐消失；dissolve“溶解，融化”。结合语境可知答案为C。

65.C。近义词辨析。这一组动词都有“减少”的意思。decline “(数量、数字、价格、比率)下降，下落”；decrease “减少，减小”，强调逐渐下降或减少的过程；diminish “(力量、势力)减弱，减少”，强调由于某种原因而减少，这种减少可以造成能够为人们所察觉的后果或损失；reduce 是及物动词，指通过人为的方法在数量、规模、范围等方面减少，也可以指在地位、重要性方面降低等级。句中提及殖民地的数量在减少，是由于那些地区的人们意识到他们有权成为更大的国家的一个部分或是被承认成为一个独立的国家，强调减少的原因。故答案为C。

66.B。近义词辨析。这几个动词都有“干扰”的意思。interfere “干涉，妨碍”，常指干涉或妨碍他人(的事)，着重指有影响，作“干涉”讲时，后多接in，作“妨碍，打扰”讲时，后面多接with；intervene “干涉，干预”，较为正式，常指带有行动的干预；此外，还有“调停”的意思；interrupt “打扰，打断，阻碍”，常有“使……停止(中断)”的意思；disturb “打扰，妨碍”，常指失去了正常的状态或导致困难产生。句中提及有必要采取果断行动以解决其特殊的债务负担，所以我们不得不干预。强调带有行动的干预。故答案为B。

67.C。名词词义辨析。由从句中complete，very few和different races可知作者强调的语境是不同民族能够完全和谐相处是很少见的。故答案为C。

68.B。形容词词义辨析。outcry“强烈抗议”是解题关键。部长的讲话受到了来自反对派的强烈抗议。结合选项，很明显evasive“逃避的，托词的”符合句意。故答案为B。

69.B。形容词词义辨析。根据not和reelection可知语境是不适合再选。选项中eligible“合适的，合格的”符合语境。故答案为B。

70.B。名词词义辨析。recovery是解题的关键。根据句中提及的对于工业用地的需求增长可知经济发展的势头良好。因此recovery与空格处单词具有同样的性质。选项中revival“复兴”符合语境。故答案为B。

71.A。形容词词义辨析。根据句中glorious future before him的信息可知，空格处的单词应与glorious“辉煌的”对应。选项中splendid“辉煌的”符合句意。故答案为A。

72.A。固定搭配。句意为：实验对象完全是随机选取的。at random“随机地”，为固定搭配。故答案为A。

73.B。形容词词义辨析。句中的didn't think thoroughly 提示所做的决定decision很仓促，选项中符合语境的单词只有rash“轻率的，鲁莽的”。receptive“善于接受的”，determined“坚决的”，clever“聪明的”，均不符合题意。故答案为B。

74.B。固定搭配。句意：议会现在暂停。in recess“暂停，休息”为固定搭配。故答案为B。

75.D。固定搭配。句意为：你是怎样使你的政治原则和宗教信仰调和起来的?reconcile with “调和，和解”为固定搭配。故答案为D。

76.C。形容词词义辨析。由题干可知，语境为：她单独自己住，“单独”一词是____________-。

结合选项，redundant“不需要的，多余的”符合题意；receptive“善于接受的”；necessary“必需的”；useful“有用的”，只有redundant符合语境。故答案为C。

77.A。固定搭配。refrain from “克制，抑制”，为固定搭配。故答案为A。

78.C。近义词辨析。本句的语境为：要在熟悉的范围内选择比较平缓的路线，否则有可能____________-用肩扛着自行车。long-term表示“(从现在到将来持续的)很长一段时间”，本句是一次性事件，不符合语境。其他三个选项都有“把……拉长”的意思。elongated仅指在空间的拉长，lengthened可指空间也可知时间的拉长。prolonged通常指“持续到超过正常的时间限度”或“延长正常的时间限度”。本句提及选择路线不正确的话就会延长扛车的时间。故prolonged符合语境。

79.D。名词词组辨析。the better part of 意为“大部分”，与时间名词搭配，指“那段时间中的大部分”。代入句中，意思为：通过化学合成来生产弹性蛋白差不多需要三个月的时间。选项A不存在，C项 the better for “就更好了，反而更好”，B项for the better of “为了……更好”均不符合句意。故答案为D。

80.A。动词词组辨析。根据空格后的内容：由父母亲和孩子组成的独立的、自我满足的单位，可知是对nuclear family 的解释，选项中只有refer to “指的是”符合句意。故答案为A。

81.C。动词词义辨析。空格处动词的宾语为人际关系的质量，主语为合作，根据常识，合作是可以促进人际关系的。选项中enhance表示“提高，加强”的意思。故答案为C。

82.D。语法知识。本题主要考查现在完成时态。句中提及在过去的50年里，语境强调的是从过去到现在一直持续的动作，故has been符合语法表达。第二个空格处的单词与后面的内容共同构成research的后置定语。human brain 与research之间为被动关系，故done符合语法。答案为D。

83.A。动词词组辨析。otherwise前后两句为转折关系，前句的意思为家长们要对孩子的创造力和情感输出表示适当的关心，后句语境为：否则他们认为对孩子好的事情反而会____________-孩子们的热情和灵感。结合选项，hold back“抑制，阻止”符合语境，即：抑制孩子们的热情和灵感。hold to“坚持，紧握”；hold down“控制”；hold over“延期”均不符合语境。故答案为A。

84.A。语法知识。本题主要考查定语从句的用法。由逗号可知，空格所在句子为非限制性定语从句，修饰big house。表示独立句子的选项B和C 可以排除，句中的时态是过去时态，故答案为A。

85.A。动词词组辨析。语境为：这个在隆冬时节将他____________-一个晚上的女士后来竟然是他的一个远房亲戚。结合选项，put him up表示“收留某人，为某人提供食宿”符合语境。故答案为A。

86.B。形容词词义辨析。语境为：专业的档案管理员和图书管理员有资源将资料复制成其他形式，并具备专业技能检索在那些

____________-的电脑中的资料。结合选项，只有obsolete与computer搭配符合语境，即：陈旧的电脑。abstract“抽象的”；obstinate“顽固的”；obese“肥胖的”均不符合句意。故答案为B。

87.A。名词词义辨析。语境为：她总是把重要的文件打印出来并在家里留存备份。她说：“事实上，我认为这种纸的

____________-让我感到更舒服。”结合语境，tangibility“可触知感”符合语境，即：纸的可触知感让她感到舒服。tangledness“混乱”；tangent“接触的”；tantalization“难熬”均不符合语境。故答案为A。

88.A。固定搭配。muscle into 表示“强力执法”的意思。句意为：德国的三大工业巨头：戴姆勒公司、克莱斯勒汽车公司和西门子公司强迫工会签订延长工作时间却不提高工资的协议。故答案为A。

89.B。动词词义辨析。语境为：他争辩说这项政策并没有缓解失业，反而让整个国家____________-。结合选项，enervated“使衰弱”符合语境。energized“激励”；nerved“使……振作”；enacted“制定，颁布”均不符合语境。故答案为B。

90.C。名词词义辨析。语境为：权利的膨胀一方面导致公共服务的瘫痪，另一方面导致人性可怕的极度____________-。结合选项，deterioration“堕落”符合语境，即：人性的堕落。determination“决心”；desolation“忧伤，孤寂”；desperation“绝望”均不符合语境。故答案为C。

91.D。语法知识。本题主要考查倒装结构。根据本句的后半句意思：我从来没有见过比她更细心的人，不管什么工作，可以判断，前句应表达转折的意思。Much as I have traveled表示“尽管我见多识广”，符合语境。故答案为D。

92.D。动词词组辨析。语境为：有存款____________-通常是很有用的。不存在选项A这种用法，选项B表示“再见”；选项C表示“大惊小怪，过分体贴”；fall back on表示“求助于”，符合语境的只有D选项。故答案为D。

93.A。动词词义辨析。语境为：超过50%的18岁到34岁的调查人告诉民意调查员他们____________-女性主义的观点。空格处动词的宾语为value，选项中能够与value搭配且符合语境的只有share，表示“分享”的意思。故答案为A。

94.C。名词词组辨析。由后句中的difference from life和but可知，空格处所在句子的信息应与后句意义相反，结合选项，表示相反意义的只有C选项。句意为：作为一件艺术品，小说不是以与生活雷同而存在，而是存在与生活的截然不同。

95.C。形容词词义辨析。语境为：尽管工作表可以采用不同的格式，但是在____________-方面，他们还是相似的。结合选项，essential“本质的”符合语境，表示“本质上”。故答案为C。

96.D。固定搭配。make the most of “充分利用”，语境为：充分利用从面试官那里得到的所有的建议来改善你的演讲和能力。故答案为D。

97.C。动词词组辨析。由句中的loss可判断，空格处表示的是一种负面的心理。选项中let down表示“失望”的意思。let alone“更不必说”；let out “放出，泄露”；let on“泄露，假装”均不符合语境。故答案为C。

98.A。形容词词义辨析。语境为：日本与西方阵营为伍的部分原因在于在过去四十多年的联盟中这种关系已经与日本的政治和经济

____________-。integral“整体的”；unilateral“单边的”；rational“合理的，理性的”；hierarchical“分层的，等级体系的”，结合选项，符合语境的只有integral，即与经济和政治融为一体了。故答案为A。

99.D。前句句意为：求职者在大多数的网上招聘中，必须谨慎选择他们的语句。后句为：搜索引擎永远都不会做出正确的匹配。很明显，前后两句是转折关系，选项D表示转折关系。故答案为D。

100.C。介词词组辨析。题意是：一个国家的财富应该____________-其人民的健康和幸福以及它所生产的物质商品来衡量。in terms of“依据，按照，从……角度”，符合题意。in line with“与……一致”；in regard with“关于，对于”，by means of“凭借”都与题意不符。故答案为C。


第三周 完形填空

考情分析与应试指导


一
 、考情分析


完形填空的主要目的是测试考生对所学的词汇、语法及背景知识的综合运用能力，同时还考查考生的阅读理解能力。这是对考生英语水平进行全面综合测试的一种有效题型。它要求考生知识面广、词汇量大，具有较强的驾驭语言和灵活运用语言知识的能力，因此，难度较大，是考生失分较多的题目。考生应使复原后的短文不仅在句子结构和意义表达上正确和恰当，而且在语义上要完整和得体。

目前，博士研究生入学考试的完形填空题目是一篇200~300词的文章，基本上是对基本功与逻辑推理能力的测试，出题选项主要是比较常见的词语，需要考生扎实掌握各类的语法难点和重点。完形填空一般占10%~15%的分值，题量为10或15个小题。具体来说，完形填空各类题型的测试要点主要包括以下几种：词义辨析、词组搭配、语法结构和逻辑推理。

为了方便考生进一步了解完形填空的出题规律和考查点，我们选取了中国科学院2011年~2014年的真题做系统分析，将具体的题目出处、文章体裁及完形填空的考查点以表格形式列出，方便考生学习。

通过以上两个表格，我们可以获取以下信息：

中科院的试题基本来源于各类杂志文章，其文章体裁均为说明文，文章内容多样化，有与生理身体相关的（2013年10月、2013年3月、2012年10月）、有与年轻人成长相关的（2011年10月）、有与生态和环境保护相关的（2014年3月、2012年3月）。综合分析，中科院的完形填空属于中等难度，试题考查重点集中在词义辨析题、固定词组搭配、语法题和词组辨析题。其中，词义辨析题62题，词组辨析题8题，语法题15题，固定搭配题5题。几乎所有的完形填空考查点均侧重于词义辨析，而不管是词义辨析题还是词组辨析题，都离不开对文章的整体把握，都要根据文章的内容来进行逻辑推理，根据上下文的语义关系，选择最适合的答案。


二
 、应试指导


完形填空的题目在设计时并非选一篇短文随便去掉几个词，设计者要遵循一定的要求和准则，以保证测试的效度和信度。它不仅测试应试者在词汇和句子水平上运用语言的能力，还测试应试者在语篇上综合运用语言结构的能力。完形填空中所填的词是与文章的上下文紧密联系的。因此，要做好完形填空，必须要在通读全文、把握结构与大意的前提下，根据所提供的选项及句子的结构、语法、语篇等信息，通过逻辑推理、对比等手段最后确定答案。

根据完形填空这一测试特点，在做完形填空时，应采取以下五个步骤逐一进行。


步骤一
 ，了解大意


所谓了解大意即通读整篇文章，弄清文章的大意和结构，确定正确的背景知识，为正式的填空做好充分的准备。考生在第一遍阅读中，重点读文章的首句或首段。第二句往往也很重要，也可能是总述句的范畴，建议根据情况重点读。考生善于从文章开头的几句话中把握短文的背景、主题或结构，并结合常识判断构建一定的预期，并在随后的阅读中，不断修正，以求与原文一致。通常情况下，文章开头的一两句话都是完整的信息，这些句子揭示文章的背景知识或主题思想，考生在阅读中一定要仔细研读，为后面的阅读扫清障碍。先读第一句，然后跳过所有空格，速读全文。在快速浏览中了解信息，初步掌握全文的中心思想，确定短文的题材内容和体裁。

完形填空试题的出题特点是第一句不含空格，为一个完整的句子。而这类短文的第一个句子通常为主题句，为理解全文提供了重要的线索。例如：

2014年四川大学博士生英语入学考试试题第一句：The term “quality of life” is difficult to define.(生活质量这一术语很难界定。) 很明显，该短文将讨论生活质量问题。

2014年中科院博士生英语入学考试试题第一句：The relationship between husbands and wives is one of the strongest bonds in our society.（夫妻之间的关系是我们社会中最为牢固的关系。）很显然，本句为短文的主题句，意味着本文将围绕夫妻关系来说明。

2015年南京大学博士生英语入学考试试题第一句：Smoking,which may be a pleasure for some people,is a serious source of discomfort for their fellows.（吸烟可能对某些人来说是一件

愉快的事情，但却为他们的伙伴带来一系列的不适。）在接下来的文章中就围绕吸烟给那些不吸烟的人所带来的危害进行说明。

但有些试题的首句往往具有迷惑性，或者文章的首句只是用来引出中心思想。在这种情况下，阅读首段，通晓主旨就显得尤为重要了。

2013年吉林大学博士生入学考试英语试题第一句：One of the basic characteristics of capitalism is the private ownership of the major means of production-capital.（资本主义的一个基本特征是作为主要生产资料的资本的私有制。）读到这里，考生会以为文章会主要围绕资本的私有展开论述，但是在读到文章首段的最后一句knowledge as well as____________capital

brings profits and influence，考生才真正理解文章是围绕知识也会带来利润和权势这一论点展开论述的。因此，对于考生来说，完形填空中短文的首句和首段一样重要，要引起足够的重视。

以上分析说明，每一年的完形填空试题都会套用这一固定模式，考生应掌握这一规律。


步骤二
 ，初选答案


读完文章，了解大意后，考生便可以开始填空了。在填写每个空格时，可以从出题者的出题思路着手，初步做出每个题的答案。总的来说，出题人有以下六种出题思路。


1
 .词义与词形的辨析


选项与选项之间构成同义词、反义词、形近词的关系。有时出题者也借助选项，考查考生对某些单词词义的精确理解。举例：

Geographers compare and contrast 71
 places on the earth.

71.［A］ similar ［B］ various ［C］ distant ［D］ famous

 ：地理学家比较和对照地球上的____________地方。

很明显要求填一个形容词来修饰 places。如果单从语法的角度而言，A、B、C、D 四个选项都能入选，出题者精心设计只为考查compare 和 contrast的精确含义。compare 意为 to exam for similarities and differences,contrast 意为 to compare in order to show differences。综合两个词的含义，应为“找出其相似之处与不同之处”。这样一来，答案不言自明。既然不同与相同皆不可抛，选项A必然错误，“similar”(相似的)只揭示了两者的相同、相似，未照应不同，故必不入选。而选项C distant “遥远的”，D famous“著名的”均与“相似与不同”不搭，所以也一并排除掉，剩下 ［B］various“各种各样”为正确答案。“各种各样”既囊括相似之处，又融入“不同之处”，既照应 compare，又体现了 contrast 的含义。

所以考生在应试时对于某些重点单词的理解，不能只局限于中文，而应从英文的角度，逐字理解。


2
 .逻辑关系


所填空格的句子，与上下文构成指代、列举、因果、比较、对比、让步、补充、递进等逻辑关系。对上下文逻辑关系的考查，是完形填空区别于单纯的句子与结构测试中最重要的一点。不仅在国内考试中，在美国研究生入学考试(GRE)中，也常常考查考生运用逻辑关系解题的能力。例如：

这里讲到的结构，是指英文中表示句子结构的固定词组，如 not only…but （also）…,as well,some…the others…,still others…等。

 .固定搭配


这里的固定搭配是指动词与名词之间的搭配。如：同样是“利用……”,却有不同的搭配 take advantage of sth./make use of sth.。


5
 .动词的用法


考生应从动词的时态、语态(被动语态和主动语态)以及非谓语动词 (不定式、动名词、现在分词、过去分词)几个角度逐一考虑。


6
 .介词的用法


介词的用法中多考查介词与名词、介词与形容词及介词与动词的搭配和用法。

除了按照以上六种思路从正面逐一解题外，考生还可以灵活多变地从反面入手，利用排除法获得正确答案。在完形填空部分，特别是在考查关联词的测试中，利用一种叫“同性元素排除法”的方法能够快速地缩小可选范围，找到正确答案。试举一例：

在完形填空中，所谓的同性元素是指具有相同的含义、同样的语法功能以及一致用法的两个或多个选项，只要具备以上几个条件，那它们之间就构成了同性元素。其实，同性元素的出现，是出题者黔驴技穷的表现，是为了凑足四个选项不得已而为之的。分析以上两题选项，很明显，第1题中，A 与 B 互为同性元素，意思与语法功用一模一样，均表示“除了……”(不包含)。第2题中 A 与D 也如出一辙，均是表示转折的连词，译为“然而，但是”，选项中一旦出现同性元素，它们必定不是正确答案，道理很简单，如果它们中一个成为正确答案，那么在词义、用法上一模一样的另一个词也必然入选，这就违背了完形填空中四选一的原则，所以一旦发现选项中有同性元素存在，考生应立即将其排除掉。这样一来，第1题只剩下C、D，第2题只剩下B、C，可选范围迅速缩小，再根据上下文逻辑关系的判定可得出正确答案1 ［D］，2 ［B］。


步骤三
 ，寻找线索


完形填空不同于句子与结构，必须要从整篇文章入手，通篇考虑。结合上下文答案，寻找线索就秉承了这一思想。有些题从单纯的句子来考虑，我们会发现四个选项均可以入选，但从上下文的线索入手，就能迅速排除其他三个，找到正确答案，从某种意义上来说，“寻找线索”不仅可以考查考生的语言知识，而且更强调对文章内容的整体把握。有时解题的线索就出现在文章里，这里指的是在完形填空的短文中设置前后互相暗示的考题。这里需要注意的是：若是前面暗示后面，做题相对来说比较容易。但从对历届考题的研究情况来看，这种暗示多为后面暗示前面，也就是说前面的某些填空从当时的情况来看，或是线索不清，或是语境不明，无法填出，但只要我们继续往后看，就会发现此空在后面的某个地方有暗示。所以，考生在做题时一定要充分利用这一特点，以提高做题的准确率。


步骤四
 ，回头补缺


在做题时，如果有的难题一时做不出来，应立刻跳过此题，继续往下做。笔者不提倡考生在某一题上花费大量的时间。道理不言自明，只要考生坚持往下做，随着空格变得越来越少，对文章的理解也越来越轻松，有时就能从下文的线索和暗示中找到答案，这样再回过头来填上答案，也未为晚也。


步骤五
 ，核实答案


题目填完后(除个别难度较大的题目外)，考生应利用一到两分钟的时间将答案代入原文通读，通读的目的是通过“语感”来核实答案。这样读下来，不仅可以改正填错的词，而且还可以在这一过程中得到启发，把做不上来的题目填出来。

综上所述，这五个步骤在整个完形填空的做题过程中缺一不可。对文章大意的了解是前提条件，答案的初选是做题的核心，在这一过程中，除了逻辑关系以外，其余5种出题思路更主要的是针对考生平时的积累和记忆的程度，考查考生的语言功底。

总之，要做好完形填空题，必须紧紧抓住上下文语境，充分利用上下文语境所提供的线索。上下文语境包括选择项与所在句子中的语义联系，所在句与周围句群的关系，所在句在本段中所起的作用，所在句在整篇短文中所起的作用以及与文章主题思想的关系等。有些选项根据上下文就能比较容易选出，而有些则必须根据整篇文章的大意才能做出正确判断。

词义辨析题旨在测试考生对词汇的掌握程度和词语的运用能力。包括对此的正确释义和理解，辨别同义词或近义词，辨别词性相近、意义不同的词等。

词义辨析题是完形填空测试中必考的题目，所占比重一般在70%~80%，考生要引起足够的重视。

词义辨析题一般考查的题型为名词、动词、形容词、副词的辨析，以及近义词、形近词的辨析。其中近义词和形近词的辨析是难点。

此类题型虽然考查的是词汇，但考生在做题中千万不能只看空格处的单词，而要结合上下文语义判断出正确答案。下面介绍几个常用的解题技巧。

18.D。动词词义辨析。根据语境，空前讲到对肥胖的负面态度，空后讲到对健康的关注，激发了一批反肥胖的____________-。本句没有出现任何转折词，说明空前后所表达的意思是一致的，反对肥胖，是基于对健康的关注。分析四个选项，能够表达此意思的词汇，只有D选项grounded“基于”。故答案为D。

5.C。形容词词义辨析。根据前面的句意得知，早在1975年就预测了无现金社会将到来，而实际上作者讲到“真正的无现金社会很可能不会马上到来”，因此也得出这种变革是一个缓慢的过程，故答案为C。

6.B。逻辑关系。上一段末句提出本段的论点，即人们进入无现金时代的速度缓慢的原因。因此本段应围绕纸币系统不会消失来阐述。而且由句首的Although得知，空格所在句与前一句是转折关系。尽管电子支付手段可能比纸币支付方式更加高效，然而以下几个方面解释了纸币系统“不会”消失的原因，故答案选B，work against妨碍，对……产生消极影响。work for “为……而工作”，work with “与……共事，对……起作用”，work on “从事……工作，对……起作用”，都不符合句意。故答案为B。

7.B。形容词词义辨析。本句陈述的原因都是关于上句提到的传统支付方式的优点，即推广电子支付方式不利之处。所以根据这个基调，得出选项productive不对，最后根据空格后的内容推理出消极意思的选项expensive，其他选项意思放到空格处都不合理，imaginative“虚构的，富于想象力的”，sensitive“敏感的、容易受伤的”。故答案为B。

这类题的选项中所给的四个词为表示上下文逻辑关系的连接性词语，它涉及文章的起承转合、上下连贯。这类题主要考查考生对上下文逻辑关系的理解，如转折关系、让步关系、因果关系、递进关系、增补关系、比较关系及对比关系等。

逻辑推理这类题主要是通过了解全文的人物、时间、地点等信息之后，再分析句子与句子之间的关系，段落与段落之间的关系来解题。这种逻辑语气主要包含并列、递进、因果、转折和委婉语气等。这类题的选项多为连词、副词或具有连词意义的各类短语。

2.B。动词短语搭配。本题考查了固定短语end up 的用法，end up 意思是“最终成为……”，end 和其他三个介词的搭配都无此意，故答案为B。

3.C。名词词义辨析。根据后文中提及的behavior，结合语境：研究最终总结为一个极具影响力的概念——霍桑效应，也正是这一实验研究____________改变了工人们的行为表现。由此推知，空格处的名词应与behavior具有相同的意义。选项中只有act“行为”符合句意。故答案为C。

4.B。形容词词义辨析。后文中解释了工厂女工的行为their hourly output rose when lighting was increased,but also when it was dimmed，即无论照明灯变亮或变暗，工人的时产量都会提高。分析这一语境，结合选项，不难判断，这一行为是令人费解的。controversial“有争议的”；perplexing“复杂的，令人费解的”；mischievous“淘气的，恶作剧的”；ambiguous“模糊不清的，引起歧义的”。故答案为B。

5.C。名词词义辨析。语境为：根据研究____________，当照明灯变亮或变暗时，工人的时产量就会提高。四个选项中有描述含义的是C选项 accounts。干扰项为B项 explanation“解释、说明”，在这里是要反映实验的状况，而不是解释实验，所以排除。故答案为C。

6.B。固定搭配。do not matter为固定搭配，表示“没关系，无关紧要”。故答案为B。

7.D。句子意思是：只要有改变，生产率就会上升，而不管你做了什么。so long as 短语，意思是“只要”，符合语境。故答案为D。

8.A。名词词义辨析。awareness “意识”；expectation “期望”；sentiment “观点，意见”；illusion “幻觉”，句意为：工人知道自己是被研究的对象——这一意识就足以改变他们自己的行为。故答案为A。

9.C。形容词词义辨析。suitable“适当的”；excessive“过多的，极度的”；enough“足够的，充足的”；abundant“大量的”。结合语境，这一意识就足以改变他们自己的行为，enough最为合适。故答案为C。

10.D。固定搭配。by oneself “独自地，单独”。文中表示“就这一意识本身”。故答案为D。

11.C。固定搭配。be subjected to表示“服从于，与……一致”，为固定短语。故答案为C。

12.A。动词词组搭配。后文中提及的no systematic 13
 was found that levels of productivity were related to changes in lighting是对surprise的解释，指的是并没有显示生产力的水平与灯光的变化相关，这显然是和前面提到的报告上的描述（the descriptions on record）相反的，选项中on the contrary“相反”符合句意。故答案为A。

13.A。名词词义辨析。found为空格处单词的宾语，能够与found搭配且符合语境的单词只有evidence，表示“发现或找到系统的证据”。故答案为A。

14.D。形容词词义辨析。根据题意首先排除B项enlightening和C项reliable,如果选择A项，则后面应该表达所要争论的观点，把A项排除。D项 misleading“欺骗性的，误导性的”，从意思上来看，符合语境所表达的意思。故答案为D。

15.B。固定搭配。for example，举例说明上句的问题。故答案为B。

16.A。副词词义辨析。空格处单词修饰rose“提高”，语境为：当周一重新开始工作时，产量就相应地提高。duly表示“准时地，按时地”，填入句中后意思表达更精确。故答案为A。

17.D。动词词义辨析。题意是：每周的第一个工作日和最后一个工作日产量都上升，与前句duly rose呼应，递进说明问题，故应选continue，答案为D。

18.C。逻辑关系。前句提及在周一时，产量会提高，在随后的几天里产量会持续增长。后句提及资料显示在一周的前半期工人干劲足，但后半期就表现出松懈。很明显，前后两句的内容相反。故答案为C。

19.B。固定搭配。tend to do sth.“倾向于做某事”，通常表示常规性的行为。语境为：工人们往往在一个星期的前几天卖劲工作。故答案为B。

20.D。动词词义辨析。hit 与a plateau搭配，意为“到达高地，触及顶点”，符合语境。climbing也有“达到”的意思，但是比较缓慢，不符合题意。故答案为D。


Model Test Three 答案解析


1.B。动词词义辨析。selected意为 “挑选”;prepared意为 “准备”；obliged意为“迫使，责成”；pleased意为“高兴地，满足地”。前文提及“人们不敢说”，本句中由“but”一词可推出意思与上句相反，即“Cochran 准备说”，故答案为B。

2.D。形容词词义辨析。unique意为“唯一的，独特的”；particular意为“特殊的，独特的”；special意为“特别的，特殊的”；rare意为“稀罕的，珍贵的”，rare bird 意为“稀有的人”，为固定搭配。结合语境，rare最合适。故答案为D。

3.A。介词用法。independently of 意为“不依赖于，独立”。故答案为A。

4.C。副词词义辨析。由后文中的“actually”推出本句是对现在和以前对疾病看法的对比，语境应为：以前认为不是由细菌引起的某些疾病实际上就是传染病。选项中只有previously “以前”符合句意。subsequently“随后，后来”；presently“目前，不久”；lately“近来”，均不符合题意。故答案为C。

5.C。逻辑关系。从后文中however判断，空格处句子表达的是转折关系。选项中能够表示转折关系的副词只有even。故答案为C。

6.A。介词词组搭配。语境为：一想到他即将要做的事，即使他自己也会发抖。at thought of 意为“一想到……”；at sight of意为“一看见”；at cost of 意为“以……的代价”；at risk of意为“冒着……的危险”。故答案为A。

7.B。动词词义辨析。空格处动词的宾语从句为that one group of humanity is more intelligent than the others，即：一组人要比另外一组人聪明。很明显，所填动词的宾语指的是研究发现。选项中有此意思的只有B选项suggest。故答案为B。

8.D。介词词组搭配。in progress “进行中”；in fact “事实上”；in need “在危难中”；in question “正在被讨论”，前一句正在谈论 “group群体”,本句衔接上一句表达“正在被讨论的这个群体”。故答案为D。

9.B。动词词义辨析。从该句中的12-15 points 可知，前面的动词是与分数相关的。score的意思是“得分，打分”，而其他三项没有这层意思。故答案为B。

10.C。形容词词义辨析。文中提到这组人IQ测试得分比100分高12-15分，按照常识，100分是平均分，mean的意思是“平均的”。故答案为C。

11.B。逻辑关系。disproportionately“不成比例地，不相称地，比例太大(或太小)”。这句话要传达的意思是这组人做贡献的比例非常大，故答案为B。

12.D。名词词义辨析。as引导的状语从句：在用一些精英(包括科学家)的职业证明前面提到的这组人所做的贡献非常大，career的意思是“职业，事业”，符合此意，故选D。

13.A。动词词义辨析。affirm“确认，肯定”；witness常用作及物动词，表示“见证，目睹”；observe“观察，评论”，以人做主语；approve“批准，通过”，以人做主语。空格处动词的宾语为they also suffer more often than most people from a number of nasty genetic diseases,指的是自己的经历，选项中能够与此搭配且符合语境的单词只有affirm。故答案为A。

14.C。逻辑关系。前文同时叙述了关于这组人的两种现象，这两种现象明显是有关联的，但是这句话说到先前人们认为两者没有关系，上下文构成转折关系，故选C。

15.D。动词词组辨析。空格处词组的宾语为social effects “社会影响”，主语为former，指前文提及的高智商。语境为：高智商____________-与社会影响。结合选项，put down to“归因于”，符合句意。give up“让给”，get over“让某人明白某事”，carry on“继续开展，坚持”，均不合题意。故答案为D。

16.D。动词词义辨析。such as是对前文提及的造成高智商的社会影响的举例说明，结合选项，此处要传达的意思是重视教育的传统，只有valuing符合题意。故答案为D。

17.C。名词词义辨析。此句的意思是后者是由genetic isolation导致的结果，consequence的意思是“结果，后果”，故答案为C。

18.A。动词词义辨析。此句Dr.Cochran的观点是这两者是密切关联的。link表示两者之间的关联或联系，integrate表示两者结合为一个整体，wave表示两者交织在一起；combine表示两者结合。只有link符合题意。故答案为A。

19.B。动词词义辨析。动词词组的宾语为pressures，语境：这些人不同寻常的历史使他们____________-独特的进化压力。subject to“使……经受或遭受”；limit to“限制”；convert to“转变”；direct to“指向”。只有B符合题意。故答案为B。

20.A。形容词词义辨析。结合前文所讨论的，高智商与疾病密切相关。paradoxical “似乎矛盾的，似是而非的”；incompatible“不兼容的，不协调的”；inevitable“不可避免的”；continuous“连续的”。只有A符合语境，语境为：独特的进化压力导致了这种似乎矛盾的状况。故答案为A。

 、考情分析


考博英语考试中的改错题是集语法知识与语言技能为一体的综合性英语试题，旨在考查学生对语言的评价与校正的能力以及对词汇、语法和语篇三要素的把握能力。具体表现为测试考生对基本句型、句子结构和语法知识的熟练掌握程度，考查考生的词汇应用能力以及对语言运用中出现的各种错误的辨认和改正能力。将近几年考博英语改错试题中相关考点加以归类整理，我们可以看出：改错试题在形式上主要涉及语法结构错误和词汇应用错误两种基本类型，具体表现题型为：

1.名词问题 （单复数混淆）

2.冠词问题（a和the以及零冠词的问题）

3.代词问题（尤其是代词和名词在单复数上的一致）

4.动词时态、语态、情态问题（尤其是虚拟语气问题）

5.非谓语动词问题（特别是-ed分词与-ing分词的混用）

6.形容词与副词问题（该用形容词用了副词或反之）

7.介词搭配问题（介词与名词、动词、形容词的习惯搭配）

8.衔接错误（and和but；however和therefore）

9.易混词与反义词问题（包括同义词和反义词）

10.赘述省略平行问题（尤其是结果的平行）


二
 、应试指导


1.考生应该加强对主谓、时态及语态一致、非谓语动词及固定搭配的掌握及运用的训练，以便在考试中有的放矢，提高成绩。

2.词汇应用错误题型中应该重点掌握连词和介词的用法，介词短语的应用以及介词与名词、动词、形容词、副词的搭配，可数与不可数名词单复数及不可数名词前不能加冠词等知识点。

3.结构句型错误方面，特别注意包括主从复合句和并列复合句中连词的应用。并列连词前后一致，主从复合句根据上下文衔接关系改连词，通读改错题答案，从中总结常见的错误出没的地方及一些经常改来改去的词，如：like与as。

4.做完题目整体回顾自己的答案，查看是否有重复或者漏掉的常见错误类型：如定语从句关系词which，that，whose，留意定语从句主体名词后修饰词的干扰词或部分。

5.考生通过强化改错题型的训练，可以进一步提高词汇应用能力和语法掌握水平，从而有助于英语的全面复习，提高应试能力。

6.短文改错这种题型对同学们来说有一定的难度，要想做好并不容易，所以学生平时一定要注意积累更多的语言知识，扩大词汇量，掌握丰富的英语短语，了解更多的句型结构和习惯表达，这样在考试中才能游刃有余，迅速地找到错误并加以纠正。

 、短文改错解题思路和检查原则


短文改错解题思路：1）句中各部分的结构是否完整，特别是每个句子要有动词（句子结构与句子成分）；2）谓语动词的时态、语态；3）非谓语动词的用法；4）名词的单复数、格的使用是否正确；5）定冠词和不定冠词是否正确；6）代词的格和性的使用是否有误；7）定语从句中关系代词、副词是否准确无误；8）并列句中的并列连词、主从复合句中的从属连词用得是否得当。

短文改错解题步骤：1）通读全文，掌握大意；2）整句分析，逐行推敲；3）反复通读，复查验证。连词常见错误
 ：短文改错中出现连词就要判断连词用得是否正确
 ，是否符合句子意思；连接的是词还是句子，是否符合逻辑关系。连词错误包括：关系代词、副词、并列连词and/or/but等（一般考查从句关系 who/whom/whose/what/which/how/why/when/where/if/whether），如：① I have a good friend who's name is Liu Mei.（错用了who的所有格形式，应改为whose）;② I teach them,play with them,but watch them growing up.（此处应该是并列的关系而非转折，but应改为 and）;③ Clever as she is,but she works very hard.（此处应删去but）。

名词所有格的形式和用法：

1）名词所有格一般是词尾加's构成
 ，如：the boy's bag；our teacher's room等。如果原词已经有复数词尾-s，则仅仅加一个（'）即可，如boys'school等。词尾无-s的复数名词则仍要加's，如：men's clothes等。

2）表示无生命东西的名词的所有格
 不可用词尾加（'s）或（'），而是用of 属格，如：the window of the room等。但在表示时间、距离以及其他习惯用语中，则需用（'s）或（'）表示所有格，如：ten minutes'walk等。

3）如果一样东西为两人共有
 ，则只在后一个名词后加“'s”。

如：Xiao Li and Xiao Zhang's room 小李和小张的房间

4）名词的双重所有格。

物主代词不可与 a,an,this,that,these,those,some,any,several,no,each,every,such,another,which等词一起修饰一个名词，而必须用双重所有格。

公式为：a,an,this,that+名词+of+名词性物主代词。

如：these pictures of my father's 我爸爸的这些照片

another friend of my sister's 我姐姐的另外一个朋友

3.名词的常见错误


英汉名词确有许多共同点，但是也有不少不同点。英语名词有可数与不可数之分，汉语里没有，名词的可数与不可数是考博英语改错题的命题热点之一，因此，考生在备考时应注意名词有可数与不可数之分。

（1）单复数名词错用；

（2）英语名词有可数与不可数之分，一般情况下，名词都可受到数量词的限制。因此，英语改错中，一旦涉及coffee,advice,news,progress,weather，information等少数常用不可数名词时，要注意:这些不可数名词没有复数形式，不能在其后直接加复数词尾（s,es）。要表示数量时，一般用表示数量的短语来表示，如：a cup of coffee,some pieces of clothes。

（3）少数不可数名词在被形容词等修饰后，可用a/an等来修饰。如time（时间），rain（雨）。所以我们可以说：We had a wonderful time yesterday.

4.应试技巧


（1）注意区分名词是可数还是不可数。

（2）熟悉名词单复数变化规则,了解名词的种类。

（3）根据名词前的修饰语或谓语动词的单复数来判断。要分清名词的单复数。要注意名词的可数性与不可数性，如：amount，number；many，much 就是两组容易误用，分别修饰可数名词和不可数名词的量词。

（4）熟悉名词所有格的变化形式，名词的所有格+物质名词和抽象名词的具体化。

（5）关注名词词义的辨析和习惯搭配以及名词在句子中所做的成分，特别是做定语的用法。

1.kilometers→kilograms。kilometer表示“公里，千米”，是距离单位，而kilogram表示“公斤，千克”，是重量单位。全文讨论的是澳大利亚人的肥胖问题，所以此处相对应的应该是减轻体重，这里用kilogram指代体重。

2.appearance→disappearance。由上下文的语义判断，此处指的是犯罪的消失而不是出现，故应改为disappearance。此句的意思是：Alfred Blumstein在《美国犯罪率下降》一文中把犯罪归咎于可卡因的泛滥，但把犯罪的消失归功于警察策略。

3.aware→awareness。aware是形容词，表示“意识到的”，此处介词of后面应该接名词awareness，表示“抑郁症病人的一个常见症状就是否认或是完全没有意识到自己已经得病”。

4.professions→professionals。profession表示“职业”，研究所帮助的对象不是某职业，而是从事心理健康方面的专业人士，故改为名词professional，即“专业人士”。

5.their→its。句意：“这次会议将把来自全世界各国的新闻工作者和新闻学者聚集在一起”。这里指代的是the changing face of journalism in India“印度新闻业的转变”，因此应该用单数形式its来替代。

6.failure→failing。failure是名词，意为“失败”，放在这里语义不通。此处需要一个形容词性的词做grade的定语，fail和grade之间是主动关系，故应该用现在分词形式failing，意为“不及格的”。此句的意思是：44%是处于不及格的等级。

7.organic→organs。形容词organic的意思为“器官的，有机的”。根据and可知，此处需要的是名词，表示与前面所提到的肝、肾并列的其他“器官”，故应改为名词organs。句意为：这还不是最糟糕的部分，由于长期服用合成药品，而这些药物对健康是最有危害性的，并且最终会毒害患者的肝、肾以及其他器官，这才是最糟糕的。

8.connection→connectivity。connection是名词，表示“连接；关系；亲戚”等，connectivity也是名词，表示“连通性”。该部分意思为“3G技术提供了更快的连接性”，故用connectivity更符合文意。

9.employees→employers。根据常识和上下文，我们可以推断应该是由雇主来招募大学毕业生，而不是由雇员来招募员工。所以要将employees改为employers。本句话的意思为：此外，雇主也更希望雇用那些掌握批判性思维和解决问题技能的员工，这些技能是适应不断变化的经济环境所必需的。

10.difficult→different。上文已经分析了在选礼物和送礼物时要注意关系程度和性别因素，下文讲解的是社会地位因素。各种因素之间并不存在难易的区别，所以在这里用difficult明显不当。这句话谈论的是在工作场合给同事或其他人买礼物，这是另一种不同的状况，所以要改为different。

11.century→centuries。for centuries是固定短语，意为“几个世纪以来”。

12.dignity→dignitaries。interview with表示“对……进行访问”，后面常接人。dignity为名词，意为“庄严、尊贵”，放在此处，语义不明。dignitary表示“显贵，要人”，用于此处符合上下文语义。

13.relocation→allocation。此处考查形近词的辨析。relocation意为“再分配，重新安置”，allocation意为“分配，安置”。此处并没有提到“再”分配，可知这里应改成allocation。这句话的意思是：这样的分配取决于很多因素，如具体的销售目标、市场和竞争状况以及品牌所处的生命周期阶段。

14.fluent→affluent。此题考查的是形近词辨析。fluent意思为“流畅的”，affluent意为“富裕的”，此处应该和younger，better educated构成并列的比较级，同样是修饰人，故改为affluent。

15.payment→pay。payment意为“（商业，信贷）支付，付款”；pay意为“工资，薪饷”，既可指wage，也可指salary。此处要表达的意思是“加班工资”，应用pay。

16.suspect→suspicion。suspect做名词表示“嫌疑人，嫌疑犯”。本句意为“相互猜忌的金棕榈奖非巴西人和土耳其人莫属”，此处是以一种幽默的方式来表明巴西人和土耳其人的信任度较低。“猜疑，怀疑”应该用suspicion，而不是suspect。

17.complex→complexities。complex做名词时，表示“综合体，集合体，情结”，此处与modern culture搭配不合适。complexity意为“复杂，复杂性”，此处表明“现代文化的复杂”，符合上下文的语境，进一步说明20世纪以后诗歌开始变得难懂的情况。

18.contrary→contrast。in contrast为固定搭配，表示“相反”。故应该把contrary改为contrast。

19.Understand→Understanding。语法错误。此处动词短语做主语，应该用动名词形式，故应改为Understanding。

20.fast-pace→fast-paced。此处需要用形容词修饰后面的culture，而fast-paced是由副词加动词过去分词构成的复合形容词，表示“快节奏的”。

1.冠词的理解


冠词是虚词，本身不能单独使用，也没有词义，它用在名词的前面，帮助指明名词的含义。英语中的冠词有三种：一种是定冠词the，另一种是不定冠词a,an，还有一种是零冠词。英语中只有三个冠词，但用起来却很复杂，在改错中，常有多用、少用或错用的弊病。冠词考查多用或少用时，一是冠词的残缺或多余，考生要注意关于含有冠词（不含冠词）的用法以及加冠词与不加冠词的区别，如：in charge of与in the charge of,out of question与out of the question的区别。错用不外乎该用冠词时没有用，不该用时却用了；冠词the,a,an（不定冠词和定冠词）之间的相互误用。

该用an却用了a，该用a（n）却用了the：1） I meant to write letter and tell you all the things…letter为可数名词,故write后应加a；2） I like playing the football.（football前去掉the）学生在学习时常会忘了考虑冠词，或者说不重视冠词这个问题。

15.latter→the latter。词汇错误。前句提到了两种基本的理论观点：语言是规则的和不规则的，此处指第二种观点，表示两者之中的“后者”前面需要加上定冠词the。

16.couple of→a couple of。词汇错误。couple是名词表示“两个，一对”，前面必须加冠词，而a couple of是固定表达，表示“不确定的小数目”，这里表示“几年前”。

17.on the either side→ on either side。冠词误用。either在此处表示“任一的”，修饰名词side时无须加定冠词the。

 ）考点讲解


1.代词的分类


英语中代词分为：人称代词、物主代词、反身代词、指示代词、关系代词和不定代词等。

① 人称代词：人称代词代替人和事物的名称,分为主格和宾格两种形式。

② 物主代词：说明事物所属关系的代词,分为形容词性和名词性两种。

③ 反身代词：表示谓语的动作与主语有关或者宾语补足语的动作与宾语有关。

④ 指示代词：指示说明近处或者远处、上文或者下文、以前或者现在的人或事物。

⑤ 关系代词：用来引导定语从句的代词叫关系代词,参见后面的定语从句。

⑥ 不定代词：代替或修饰不特指的人或事物的代词叫不定代词。

2.代词错误注意以下几点


1）代词的主格和宾格：I/me;he/him;she/her;we/us；they/them。

2）反身代词：myself/yourself/himself/herself/themselves/ourselves。

3）代词的单数和复数。

9.that→when。语法错误。此处是定语从句，先行词a time在句中做时间状语，故应该用关系副词when引导，相当于at which。that 在定语从句中做关系代词。

10.some decision→any decision。词汇错误。在肯定句中，some表示“一些”，any意为“任何”。此句要表达的意思是“在任何执法机关或法院对某个案例做出任何决定之前”，故此处应该改为any，与句首的any相呼应。

11.that→those。语法错误。本句将their marriages（他们的婚姻）与their own biological parents'marriages（他们亲生父母的婚姻）做比较，此处指代的是marriages，应改为复数those。

12.that→it。语法错误。此句的宾语是不定式短语to achieve a balance，这里需要用it充当形式宾语，构成find it difficult to do结构，而that不能充当形式宾语，故要改为it。

13.is→it is。语法错误。此处as引导状语从句，表示“正如，像……一样”，与前一句进行比较，从句中缺少主语，故应该加上it做形式主语。

14.Nothing→Something。语篇错误。上文讲述的是英国人对青少年的过度保护并不好，使他们缺少情感的应变能力、社交能力和自信心。另外又接着说，英国青少年行为不端名列榜首，下文则是作者对这个问题的分析，认为这是我们的风险规避所致。因此总的来说，英国孩子们的童年是有问题的，故将Nothing改为Something。

15.there→it。语法错误。此处并不是there be结构，be likely that表示“有……可能”，that引导的从句是句子真正的主语，所以需要将形式主语it放在句首。

16.he→you。词汇错误。该段一开始就使用第二人称you，本句举例说明，“无论你是要参加期末考试的学生，还是对所有能保持思维敏锐性的事情都感兴趣的工作了的专业人士”，此处he不用来指代a working professional，而是延续上文中泛指的“你”。

17.that→ what。关系代词误用。that引导的是定语从句，在本句中应该用关系代词what，相当于the thing/things that。

18.factors → factors that/which。漏用关系代词。factors may alter substantially the rates of all ordinary processes of the body是一个定语从句，修饰factors，which/that做主语不能省略。

19.countries → other countries。语法错误。从上句话中可知道Japan也参与了这次普查，因此在这句话里的比较结构中应将Japan和其他10个同意参加普查的国家进行比较，Japan不包括在这10个国家之内，所以应注明是10 other countries。

20.those → that。语法错误。在句中those指代前文提及的career，career做“职业，生涯”讲时为可数名词，故应使用指示代词that而不是those。

考博英语改错题型中出题频率较高的另一个考点就是形容词、副词和介词用法的错误，现在分两节对这些词法上的错误进行考点分析和技巧点拨。

 、形容词和副词


（一
 ）考点分析


1.形容词和副词概述


（1）形容词、副词的作用与位置

形容词是用来修饰名词的，常被放在名词前做定语，或放在系动词后面做表语。而副词则用来修饰形容词、动词、其他副词或者句子，一般位于形容词之前，动词之后或句子之首。

（2）形容词和副词的比较等级、原级的构成和用法。

构成：形容词、副词的原级即本身。

用法：表示双方在程度、性质、特征等某方面相等时，用“as+形容词/副词原级+as”的结构；表示双方不相等时，用“not so(as)+形容词/副词原级+as”的结构；表示一方是另一方的若干倍时，用“倍数+as+形容词/副词原级+as”的结构。

2.形容词和副词常见错误


（1）词性的误用：形容词修饰名词；修饰实义动词，形容词、副词和过去分词用副词。如：

① I'm sure we'll have a wonderfully time together.（wonderfully改为wonderful。time是名词，所以要用形容词wonderful修饰。）

② My pronunciation was terribly.（terribly 改为terrible，terrible是形容词，可用作表语。）

（2）在该用形容词的地方用了副词，该用副词的地方用了形容词。改错题中出现形容词或副词时就要仔细分析该形容词或副词修饰什么，形式是否正确，是原级、比较级还是最高级。

（3）形容词和副词比较等级的误用（尤其是在本身已是比较级的词前误加more）、形容词与副词的混用（如修饰动词时误用形容词或修饰名词时误用副词）等。

（4）成分词误用，用作表语时该用形容词的却误用了名词。

5.less→more。语篇错误。上文提到男性在给同性选送礼物时是less careful(不是很细心)，下文提到的是女性，在细心方面，自然是要更细心，所以这里应改为more。

6.wide→wider。形容词比较级。根据上下文，此句意为“（与哺乳动物和鸟类相比）其他动物对体温变化的容忍度大一些”。前后句之间有比较的意味，所以应该用比较级wider，表示对比。

7.complete→entire/whole。易混淆词汇。complete，entire和whole作为形容词都是指“全部的，完整的”，entire指形状、数量或时间范围整体，在许多情况下可以与whole通用，complete强调所有需要的或正确的部分都存在。此处表示“一生”，是个时间范围的整体，故应该用entire或whole。

8.unviable→viable。逻辑关系。viable是形容词，意为“可行的”。前一句提到有线电视广告成本低、灵活性强，故可推断对于那些预算有限的小广告商来说，有线电视广告是个非常可行的媒体选择。如果用unviable则语义矛盾，所以要将unviable改为viable。

9.serious→seriously。语法错误。serious是形容词，不能修饰动词impair，应改用其副词形式seriously。

10.higher→lower。比较级误用。根据上下文意思，前半句指出人口流动率低的州肥胖和抽烟的人比例较高，可以判断有幸福安康感的人比例应该较低。故应该把higher改为lower。

11.ineffectively→effectively。语篇错误。此句用了not only…but also…结构表示前后意思的递进，后面说到“可以实现可持续发展”，是往好的方向发展，故可以确定前面也是有利的方面，应该把否定意义的词ineffectively改为effectively，意为“印度不仅可以有效地应对减缓和适应气候变化的挑战”。

12.fluent→affluent。易混淆词汇。此题考查的是形近词辨析。fluent意思为“流畅的”，affluent意为“富裕的”，此处应该是和younger，better educated构成并列的比较级，同样是修饰人，故改为affluent。

13.long→well。as long as意思为“只要”。as well as用来表示并列，意思为“也，还”。此处维持货柜空间、迎合零售商获得更高利润的要求以及鼓励零售商推销该品牌，这三者是并列的关系，所以应该用短语as well as。

14.most→the most。形容词比较级。此处考查形容词最高级的用法。形容词最高级前面要加定冠词the。

15.approximately→exactly。词汇错误。approximately意思为“大约，大概”，exactly意思为“精准地，确切地”。此处对于老师应该拥有哪些理想的品质，每个人的答案应该是不同的，所以根据逻辑可以推断，可能没有两个人会“准确地”列举出相同的个性特征来，此处应该表示“确切”，所以应改为exactly。

16.literacy→literal。语法错误。literacy是名词，意思为“读写能力，识字”，literal是形容词，意思为“字面的，文字的”。后面所接的是名词meaning，应该由形容词来修饰，表示“字面上的含义”，所以要改为literal。

17.government-funding→government-funded。语法错误。此题government-funding是分词做定语，而fund（资助）与其所修饰的词scheme之间是被动关系，所以应该用过去分词做定语，意为“由政府资助的”，相当于scheme that was funded by government。

18.第二个many→much。词汇错误。此处many修饰12bn，而钱是不可数名词，故将many改为much。

19.pleasant→pleasantly。语法错误。live和attractive都是形容词，而此处live和pleasant之间没有逗号，表示这两词并非并列关系，所以此处应该是副词pleasantly修饰后面的形容词live，要将pleasant改为pleasantly。

介词在语言中是个很庞杂的团体，需要考生在课余时间多下功夫理解区别记忆。

7.aware→aware of。介词误用。此处考查的是aware的搭配，be aware of或be aware that是固定搭配，意思为“意识到”，of后面接名词或代词，that则引导从句。根据紧接其后的名词the brand可知，此处应该添加of构成固定搭配。

8.to→for。介词误用。此处考查的是名词opportunity的用法。have an opportunity to do sth.或have an opportunity for doing sth.的意思均为“有做某事的机会”，此处后面紧跟的是动名词narrowcasting和reaching。根据搭配规律，前面应该用介词for，不用不定式to do，故改为for。

1.Age→Gender。age意思为“年龄”，gender意思为“性别”。上文提到，在选择礼物时，关系程度是考虑的主要因素，下文则特别就男女不同性别进行对比，可知，另一个重要因素应该和性别有关，故应改为Gender。

2.considerately→considerably。易混淆词汇。此处考查的是形近词的辨析。considerately是副词，意为“体贴地，考虑周到地”，副词considerably意为“相当多地，相当大地”。此处considerably cheaper表示“便宜很多”，符合文意。

3.accessing→assessing。考查形近词的区分。access意为“接近，使用”，assess意为“评估，评定”，而此处要表达的意思是“年轻人有能力对社区服务进行评估”，所以应该用assess。

4.real→true。考查形容词的区分。real和true都可以表示“真的”这一意思，real指客观上存在，并非想象或虚构的，它是与“无”相对而言。true是指“真实的”，强调和实际情况相符，它是与“假”相对而言。true还可以表示“正确的”，real没有这层意思。此处要表达的意思是“马丁·路德金著名演讲里所说的话仍然是正确的”。故要改为true。

5.came→brought。固定搭配。come forth意为“出现；被公布”，放在此处语义不通，此句要表达的意思是“James Mitchell Ashley提出了一个法案，支持在全美废除奴隶制的修正案”，故应该用bring forth，表示“提出”。

6.prohibit→protect。动词辨析。prohibit意为“禁止，阻止”，放在这里语义不通。此句要表达的意思是“我们应该采取更多的措施保护美国人不受非法犯罪移民的侵害”。故应该用protect，protect…from…意为“保护事物不受损害”。

7.scary→scared。形容词辨析。scary意为“可怕的，吓人的”，一般指事物很恐怖；scared意为“害怕的，惊慌的”，一般指人感到害怕或恐怖，后面通常接of。此句意为“人们有时间享受激情，却往往害怕爱情的承诺”。故此处应该改为scared，符合上下文语义。

8.contented→contentious。形容词辨析。contented意思为“感到满意的”，contentious意思为“有争议的”。根据debate一词，可推断此处的意思应指“有争议的话题”，故选用contentious。

9.minded→mindful。形容词辨析。minded做表语时意为“准备，有意（做某事）”，mindful意思为“专注的，留心的”。此处与名词participation搭配，用形容词mindful更合适，表示“高关注度的参与”。

10.medicine→medication。名词辨析。medicine是普通用词，单纯指药物，medication的意思比较广泛，可指药物治疗，包含所开处方的药品、药疗法等。此处指的是医生所开的处方，非单纯指某药品，所以应该将medicine改为medication。

11.addicted→addictive。形容词辨析。addicted常用于be/become addicted to的结构中，表示“上瘾，成瘾”，此处主语不是人，后无所指对象，不符合这种语法结构和句意。形容词addictive表示“使人上瘾的”，符合语义，此处意为“止痛药也会使人上瘾，并能最终引发其他疾病”。

12.as→like。固定搭配。短语view…as…表示“把……当作，看作……”，我们无法把“多媒体数据应用”看成是“电影以及音乐电视”，所以这里view并不是和as搭配。此处电影以及音乐电视应该是多媒体数据应用的具体表现形式，所以要将as改成like，表示举例。

13.principle→principal。此题考查形近词的辨析。principle为名词，意为“原则，道义；基本信念”，放在此处不符合上下文语义。principal做形容词时，表示“主要的，首要的”，此处修饰名词decisions，整句意为：购买车险时，车主主要要做的几个决定是——购买的车险种类、金额以及向哪家保险公司购买。

14.advancement→advance。名词辨析。advancement是名词，意思为“前进；促进”，advance可以用作名词、动词或形容词，在这里和in构成固定搭配，in advance意思为“提前”。

15.habit→habituation。词汇错误。此处and连接两个名词，habit意思为“习惯，习性”，这里与chemical搭配，语义不明。habituation表示“成瘾，对（麻醉品）的适应”，放在此处符合上下文语义，表示“对烟草中化学物质的习惯成瘾”。

16.bloody → blood。bloody意为“血腥的”，blood和bloody都可以修饰名词，根据上下文可知，句子要说明的内容是“血压”，故使用blood pressure。

17.conscience → consciousness。易混淆词汇误用。结合上下文，便可发现that从句的内容并不属于“良心，良知（conscience）”的范畴。句子的意思是“我虽然一度放弃了当作家的梦想……但却清醒地意识到我迟早会成为作家”，因而conscience应改为表示“意识，知觉”的consciousness。

18.disagreeing →disagreeable。disagreeing的意思是“有分歧，不赞成”，不能作为前置定语修饰名词mannerisms（意为“特殊习惯；怪癖”，表示一种言行举止）。表达言行举止粗鲁无礼时应使用disagreeable“不为人喜的，难相处的”。

19.imaginative →imaginary。形容词辨析。imaginative指“（人）想象力丰富的”，而此处所表达的意思是“我和其他孤独的孩子一样，习惯编造故事，与想象中的人物对话”，故应改用imaginary“想象的”。

20.infantry → infancy。易混淆词汇误用。句子中将动物与人类进行对比，前句提及当动物的幼崽能够独立照顾自己的时候，它们的父母就不再关心它们，相比之下，人类很难做到这一点。结合上下文可知，所比较的内容为动物的幼崽和人类的婴童，infantry意为“步兵，步兵团”，不符合上下文语境，故应改用infancy。

谓语动词是历年考试的重点和热点，关乎动词，必然少不了动词之三态用法：时态、语态和情态，以及主谓一致现象。

 ） 动词时态


各时态的形式，总结为下表：




时态是表示谓语动作时间概念的动词形式。英语中的时态专门针对谓语动词而言，不同时间概念的谓语动作有不同的时态，每一个时态又有各自不同的动词形式。

（1）动词的时态、语态错误

a.I will write again and send you the photos we take together.（take photos动作发生在过去，应用过去时。）

b.They did not want me to do any work at home;they want me to devote all my time to my studies.（did 改为do）

（2） and 前后动词时态不一致

As we climbed the mountain,we fed monkeys,visiting temples and told stories.

(visiting 改为 visited，错误类型属于时态误用)


注意一些时间状语的时态
 ：

ago用于一般过去时,before 完成时,since后跟时间点，for 后跟时间段。

（3）缺少动词,特别是be动词

There will an important game next month.（will后加be）

（4）第三人称单数形式错用

（二
 ）语态错误分析


主动语态和被动语态错用。语态是表示主语、谓语和宾语之间相互关系的动词形式。在英语中有主动语态和被动语态之分。

1.不能用被动语态的几种情况


（1）所有的不及物动词或不及物动词词组不能用于被动语态之中。

（2）表示状态的谓语动词，如：last，hold，benefit，contain，equal，fit，join，mean，last，look like，consist to等。

（3）表示归属的动词，如：have，own，belong to等。

（4）表示希望、意图的动词，如：wish，want，hope，like，love，hate等。

（5）宾语是反身代词或相互代词时，谓语动词用主动语态，不能用被动语态。

（6）宾语是同源宾语时，其不定式、动名词或谓语动词形式都不用被动语态。

2.主动表示被动时


有些动词主动形式表示被动意义，特别是当主语是物时，常见的动词有sell，write，wash，open，lock等。

主动形式表被动意义。

（1）当feel，look，smell，taste，sound等后面接形容词时；当cut，read，sell，wear，write等词带状语修饰语时；当动词表示“开始、结束、关、停、转、启动等”意义时。

包括动词的时态、语态错误，易混动词的用法错误，动词的第三人称单数错误，动词的非谓语形式以及动词的句型搭配错误等。

易混动词使用错误：a.I persuaded him to stop smoking,but he didn't listen.（persuade 意为“说服”，强调成功的结果，而根据下句 he didn't listen可知，劝说并没有成功，故应改persuaded为 advised。） b.Please rise your hands.（rise是不及物动词，而raise是及物动词，所以举手应用 raise your hands。这属于及物动词与不及物动词的误用。）

 ）非谓语动词



非谓语动词使用错误


（1）现在分词和过去分词在表示主被动时的误用。即，现在分词误用为过去分词或过去分词误用为现在分词。

（2）分词时态错误，分词动作如果发生在主句谓语动词前，一般用分词的完成体。

（3）某些动词后动名词或不定式的误用，有些动词后动名词和不定式意义完全不同，或者某些动词后只能接不定式或动名词。比如 enjoy,finish,practice,avoid 等词后只能接动名词。

1.区别容易混淆的时态的用法。

2.掌握各种时态及含情态动词的被动语态的形式和应用。

5.train→trains。语法错误。train的主语which代替的是先行词Young Inspectors，本句中的Young Inspectors指的是一次活动，是一个单数概念的词组，所以谓语动词也应该用单数。

6.advertise→advertising。语法错误。be allocated to…表示“被分配到……”，后面接名词。此处是将广告促销、消费者导向促销及贸易导向促销的预算分配情况进行比较，均为名词概念。advertise是动词，这里应该用动名词形式advertising表示名词的含义。

7.去掉has。语法错误。此处只是一般陈述，并不强调过去发生并且已经完成的动作对现在造成的影响或后果，所以无须用现在完成时has found。and是并列连词，此处连接两个并列谓语examined和found，为保持谓语动词时态一致，故去掉has。

8.去掉teaching后的to。语法错误。teach是及物动词，可以直接接宾语。he is teaching是定语从句，修饰前面的先行词classes，而不是pupils，故无须to表指示的对象。因此要将to删掉，表示“在他教学的课堂上”。

9.helped→has helped。语法错误。本句中表示时间的状语so far意为“到目前为止”，通常和现在完成时态连用，故加上has。

10.is→was。语法错误。事情发生在过去，所以应该用过去时态。此句是一个倒装句，主语是a 1975 labor rule，谓语是was，at issue是表语，意为“在科克女士的那个案子中，1975年制定的劳动法是大家争论的焦点”。

11.do→does。语法错误。do是定语从句中的助动词，而定语从句的主语that代替的是先行词a class of workers，其中心词是class，是一个单数形式的名词，所以助动词也应该用单数形式does。

12.is→was。语法错误。此处考查时态的运用。根据此句的时间状语in the 1960's and 1970's推断，此处应该用一般过去时，而分号后面increased也与此相呼应，所以将is改为was。

13.migrating→migrate。语法错误。migrating在句中是现在分词，若做定语修饰前面的名词people，则该句缺乏谓语动词。此句唯一可以做谓语的就是动词migrate，所以将migrating改为migrate。该句的意思是：成千上万的人移民到城市不仅仅是为了工作，还为了教育和个人原因。

14.bought→buying。语法错误。此处考查的是分词的用法。when引导时间状语从句时。后面所接的现在分词跟其逻辑主语构成主谓关系，表示主动；接过去分词构成动宾关系，表示被动。men和buy gifts之间应该是主谓关系，所以使用现在分词。

15.去掉to。语法错误。let是使役动词，后面接不带to的不定式做宾补。

16.has→has been。语法错误。此句的主语it指时间，谓语动词应该是be。后面出现了since短语，应该用完成体，故要加上been。

17.present→presents。语法错误。此句的主语是动名词短语responding to…，故谓语动词应该用单数形式。

18.sing → sung。语法错误。hear sth.done表示听到某事被做，且句中的谓语动词为hear，所以sing不能再充当谓语动词，应将sing 改为sung。sung 引导过去分词短语做宾语补足语，表被动。

19.begins → began。谓语动词。虽然前句使用的是现在完成时态，但后面could一词说明本句时态为一般过去时态，强调过去发生的动作，句意为：人们一旦通过语言与其他人交流，知识就会增长。故将begins改为began。

20.be → is。语法错误。句子中的suggest不应指“建议”，而是指“提出（看法等）”，与下文that is to say之后的consider同义，因此不能使用虚拟语气，故需把be改成一般现在时的is。

句子分为简单句和复合句，基本句子构成有主语、谓语、宾语、表语、定语、状语和补语。其中主语、谓语和宾语属于整个句子的主干部分。句子是由各个成分有序组合而成的，其中主谓宾和主系表部分是所有句子的核心部分，而剩下的那几个就是在考博英语中阻碍你把句子划分清楚的东西，叫作修饰部分。

复合句通过连词把各个分句连接起来。因连接词的不同，我们还可以将复合句分为并列复合句和主从复合句。并列复合句是指通过and,or,but等并列连词连接起来的句子，分句间的关系是平等的。主从复合句指的是由that,which,how,whether等从属连词连接起来的句子。主从复合句中，主句和从句之间的关系就像是主人与仆人的关系，从句是主句的附加和修饰。

2.句子结构易错点分析

4.or→and。平行结构。between…and…是固定搭配，意为“在两者之间”，此句的意思是“我们的分析发现居住在自己出生州的居民所占的比例与总体的失业率或过去一年失业率的变化之间没有关联”。故应把or改为and。

5.And→Whereas/While。平行结构。根据上下文语义判断，句间的逻辑关系应为对比关系，前半句指出很多研究关注的是人口流动性对经济的影响，后半句则说我们的研究表明人口流动性对人们的健康和幸福起着很重要的作用，二者形成对比，故应把And改为While或Whereas。

6.either→both。平行结构。此句的意思是：Patrick和同事分别在放假前和放假后对651名大一学生进行了调查。故应该用both…and…结构，表示“两者都……”。

7.and→but。平行结构。not merely意思为“不只，不仅”，desirable和essential是两个不同程度的形容词，如果用and来连接则表明是平等的层次，而此处强调的是后者essential，表示“真正的同情他人的能力，不仅是一种可取的品质，更是很必需的个性特征”，故将and改为but。

8.or→and。平行结构。此句为总结，说明导致城市人口密集的两大重要原因分别是经济和文化原因。经济和文化两者是并列关系而不是选择关系，由句末的are the most significant，可知要将or改为and。

9.And→But。语篇错误。上一句科克女士的辩护律师争论该法律不适用于家庭护理工作者，而这一句法官表示只有国会和劳工部能够改变这一法律。前后两句在语义上存在转折关系。而用在句首，且没有逗号分开的表示转折关系的连词只有but，故此处And改为But。

10.and→or。词汇错误。either…or…是固定搭配，意为“或者……或者……”，此句的意思是：我们的分析发现居住在自己出生州的居民所占的比例与总体的失业率或过去一年失业率的变化之间没有关联。故应把and改为or。

11.and→but。语篇错误。从上下文的语义来判断，句间的逻辑关系应为转折关系。前面一句说到“肥胖率尤其是儿童肥胖率在澳大利亚的增长速度似乎比世界其他任何地方都要快”，本句则说“我们不知道为什么”，话题进行了转移，重在强调后者，故用but。

12.treble→trebled。语法错误。此处的treble应和前面的doubled保持一致，因为and是并列连词，连接相同的语法形式，均用现在完成时，两者为并列谓语，表示在过去10年里怠惰的生活方式和饮食结构的变化对儿童肥胖所带来的影响。

13.help→helped。语法错误。此句是现在完成时，用and连接了两个并列的谓语动词，help应该和前面的contributed在形式上保持一致，故应改为过去分词形式helped。

14.and→but。语篇错误。从上下文的语义来判断，句间的逻辑关系应为转折关系。前句说亲吻、爱抚和拥抱很常见，后句说如今安静、浪漫的牵手成了很多西方年轻人在公共场所的终极边界，前后形成对比，故应该用表示转折关系的but替换and。

15.also→but。词汇错误。此句用了not only…but also的结构，其中also可以省略，此句的意思是“握手不仅是表示两个人在一起的最终标志，而且标志着两个人幸福地在一起。”

16.something→nothing。语篇错误。此句和everything is permitted是并列分句，一起作为the world of youth的定语，句间的逻辑关系是转折关系，所以此处应该用nothing，与前句的everything形成对照，意为“一切都是允许的，但没有什么是确定的”。

17.that→whereby。语法错误。就that所引导的从句来看，主谓宾已齐全，这里缺少一个副词表示“凭借……的方法或方式”。此处意为“导师用以内容为导向的传统教学方式向学生授课”，因此将that改为副词whereby。

18.while→and。词汇错误。while可以引导时间状语从句，也可以用作连词表示转折，不过用在此处语义都不通。这里while后省略了动词treat，完整形式应该是treat your medicine as your food，与前面的treat your food as your medicine是并列关系，所以while应该改为表示并列的连词and。

19.eliminate→eliminating。并列结构。本句含有四个动词：make，include，giving,eliminate。主句的谓语动词是include，宾语为四个并列的短语，其中两个是名词短语，另外两个应该都是动名词短语。所以应把eliminate改为与giving并列的动名词形式eliminating。

20.easy→difficult或easy→not easy。语篇错误。根据上下文语境，前文提到“人们很难下班后抛开工作”，后一句提出“要想闲散下来需要在思想上约束自己才行”，由此可知人们想要放慢脚步，并非易事。注意uneasy的常用意思是“心神不安的，不自在的”，不要误用这个词。

 ）考点分析


1.句子中的逻辑关系


英语中句子与句子之间的连接靠的是词和连词的内在和外在的连接关系和连接形式。逻辑关系主要是由肯定、否定、关联词的运用等构成的。

2.常见逻辑错误类型


（1）逻辑反义词。即短文中的错误单词和上下文的逻辑关系不符，恰巧是正确答案的反义词，例如：将buy说成sell，将easy说成hard等。

（2）上下文语义上的逻辑错误，句中多用或少用了not或no。这类错误必须在透彻理解上下文语义的基础上才能发现并改正。

（3）连接词错误。指短文中前后两句话或者两个段落间的连接词未能正确地体现前后文之间的逻辑关系。常见的有并列连词but,and,for,or的混淆和误用；主从连词because,as,if,although,before,after等的混淆和误用；连接性副词however,moreover,therefore等的混淆和误用；连接性介词because of,despite,besides,instead等。

（4）与句子的上下文不一致，甚至相矛盾，属于逻辑性错误。如称谓上的张冠李戴，人名、地名、时间、方位等方面的错误，常是这类错误的考查对象。

 】is→is not。这个句子中有but，可知前后部分构成转折关系。but后面应该表示否定含义。

As of now,it does not include groceries,though Mr.Nave did dismiss that possibility.（2011年北京大学）

【解析
 】did→did not。上下文语义矛盾。句子中间的though表示让步，后面应该表示否定的意味，所以did后面应该加not。句意：目前，它（沃尔玛的网站）不包含食品，虽然Nave先生没有忽略这种可能性。

例5

The job you want.Initial impressions are vital,and a badly presented CV could mean acceptance,regardless of what's in it.

【解析
 】acceptance→ unacceptance。上下文语义矛盾。前文中的CV是badly presented的，说明这是不能被接受的，表否定的意思。因此应将acceptance改为unacceptance。

1.general→specific。逻辑关系。general意思为“总体的，大概的”，specific意思为“具体的，明确的”。此处专门的节目应该是有其“具体明确的”目标市场，而不是“大概的”目标市场，应该要改为specific，与之前的specialized对应。

2.and see→to see。逻辑关系。原句中live和see是并列谓语，但第一个谓语动词did not live在语义上解释不通，改为did not live to see后，不定式to see…用来修饰live，表示“她到死都没有看到适用于她职业的公平的劳动法规诞生”，符合上下文的意思。

3.unviable→viable。逻辑关系。viable是形容词，意为“可行的”。上文提到有线电视广告成本低、灵活性强，故可推断对于那些预算有限的小广告商来说，有线电视广告是个非常可行的媒体选择。如果用unviable则语义矛盾，所以要将unviable改为viable。

4.Because→But。逻辑关系。由上下文语义判断，此句与前句应该是转折关系，而不是因果关系。前句提到美国领导人为弱势群体提供了更强大的安全网，本句则说两股强大的力量共同束缚着美国黑人的经济自由和远大抱负。前后形成鲜明的对照，故应该用表转折关系的连词替换Because。

5.therefore→however。逻辑关系。由上下文语义判断，此句与前句之间应为转折关系，而不是因果关系。前句提到现在越来越担心停留在一个地方会导致更高的失业率，本句则说二者之间没有关联，后者与前者语义刚好相反，故应改为表示转折关系的副词however。

6.Though→As/Because/Since。逻辑关系。根据上下文语义判断，句间的逻辑关系应该是因果关系。前句说到印度的经济与自然资源紧密相连，后句则说易受气候变化的影响，前者分析了原因，故应该用表示原因的引导词来替换Though。注意，这里不能用for来表示原因，因为for引导的原因状语从句一般放在主句的后面。

7.after→before。逻辑关系。下文的strong predictor暗示此处的动作应该发生在句末的during break之前，才有可能预示假期行为，故after应改成before。此句意思是“他们要有控制学生春季假期前行为的能力，这是预测学生假期行为的一个重要因素。”

8.if→until。逻辑关系。if引导条件状语从句，放在此处语义不通，根据上下文判断，inject a single dollar应该发生在take that same dollar out之前，二者是时间的先后关系，且前面用了否定词cannot，故应该用until构成not…until，表示“直到……才”。

9.去掉if。逻辑关系。as if意为“似乎，好像”，在句中引导方式状语从句时常使用虚拟语气。此处从句是解释年轻人愿意迁居至城市的原因，故将if去掉，改为由as引导的原因状语从句。该句意为：甚至，年轻人愿意迁居至城市是因为他们认为农村地区的习俗和传统会阻碍他们的个人自由。

10.you→where。语法错误。根据上下文语义，此句前半部分说单纯的访谈新闻已不复存在了，后半部分说刊登采访显要人物的问题答案，可见后半句是interview journalism的定语，此定语从句中缺地点状语，故需加上关系副词where。

11.that→when。语法错误。此处是定语从句，先行词a time在句中做时间状语，故应该用关系副词when引导，相当于at which。

12.are→that/which are。语法错误。此句前面已经有了谓语could add，此处的are只能是从句的谓语，其先行词是ecological and socio-economic systems，在从句中做主语，故关系代词不能省略，需补上。

13.That→What。语法错误。此处是主语从句，引导词在从句中充当see的宾语，而that不能在主语从句中充当成分，故应改为关系代词What。

14.expectation teenagers→expectation that teenagers。语法错误。此处teenagers…local communities用来说明expectation的内容，应该是同位语从句，而同位语从句的引导词that是不能省略的。

15.Therefore →Nevertheless/However。语篇错误。前面一句说到“我具有文学方面的天赋和面对现实的能力……”，本句则说“我早年正式的文学创作加起来也不过寥寥数页”，前面的有天赋与本句的作品少形成对比，句子间的逻辑关系应为转折，故要把表因果的Therefore改为表转折的Nevertheless或However。

16.when → until。逻辑关系错误。句意为：小听众长大有了孩子或孙子时，一般不会把学龄前学到的儿歌传给他们听。这不合常理，应把when改成until，用not…until结构表示“直到……才……”之意，说明他们要到长大成人才会把小时候学到的儿歌传下去。

17.therefore→ however。逻辑关系错误。上文提到学龄前儿歌的传播时间可能要20至70年，这一句讲述在游乐场里学的儿歌只要几小时就能传播开来。两句之间不存在因果关系，而是转折对比关系。因此要把therefore改成表转折意义的however。

18.And → Yet/But。逻辑关系错误。本句说：这二者（语音、文字）是人类最杰出的成就；而前一句说：我们往往把这二者视为理所当然的。这两句之间是转折关系，所以要把And改成表示转折的连接副词Yet或But。

19.Since → Although。逻辑关系错误。此处前面两个分句的含义分别是：“美国的离婚率据称是世界第一”和“没有出现与欧洲相同程度的离婚率下降的情形”。二者并非因果关系，而是让步转折关系，所以应把Since改为Although。句意为：尽管美国号称世界上离婚率最高的国家，但并没有出现与欧洲相同程度的暂时性的离婚率下降的情形。

20.And→But。语篇错误。本句前半部分提到“（计算机）多任务处理功能和即时通讯给我们带来了很多益处”，后面提到“也造成了神经疲惫、睡眠问题等”。从句子之间的逻辑关系来判断，此处应该表转折，故将And改成But。

2.attend→tend。词汇错误。attend表示“出席；照料；注意”，attend to是固定搭配，表示“注意，专心”。下一句提到“电视机的发明预示着无线电的消亡，电影的制作敲响了歌剧的丧钟，而录制的音乐也将终结演唱会”。因此本句不是强调美国人关注某件事，而是强调思维的倾向性，因此用attend的形近词tend，表示“倾向于”。

3.alive→live。词汇错误。alive是形容词，表示“活着的，有活力的”，不能做前置定语修饰theater，这里应该用形容词live，表示“现场的”。

4.with→despite。语篇错误。本句前半部分说“有这些可怕的预言”，后半句指出“阅读一直都是精神生活的一部分”，从语义逻辑来判断此处表示让步，由于with后面也是名词，不能用连词though，只能用表让步的介词despite。

5.years→the years。词汇错误。本句中to come是不定式短语做后置定语修饰前面的years，表示“在即将到来的几年里”，既然有定语对years进行限定，那么这里就应该是特指，因此要加上定冠词the。

6.checked→been checked。语法错误。本句说某图书馆获得了10部电子读物作为礼物，这里的they指代的是前面提到的10 books，这些书在半小时之内全部借出，应该用被动语态，因此在checked out前面加been。

7.去掉with。词汇错误。confront表示“面临，遭遇”，若要与with搭配则应该用be confronted with的形式，表示“使面临”，本句话是说“我们从两方面来看待精英政治”，那么此处要么用be confronted with，要么直接用confront，此题只能用第二种改法，因此删掉with。

8.have→do。语法错误。not only放在句首要部分倒装，如果have做助动词，那么本句是现在完成时，complain应该用过去分词形式，但是本句有一个明显的时间词now，表示现在一般性的动作，因此要用一般现在时，助动词have改成do。

9.去掉in。语法错误。本句是定语从句修饰先行词the Gallup poll，而定语从句中首先出现了谓语动词asks，可见缺少的是主语，而不是状语，因此要用关系代词that或which替代the Gallup poll，本句中which前面的介词in必须删掉。

10.merely→mere。语法错误。merely是副词，表示“仅仅”。此处放在不定冠词a之后用来修饰名词性短语18 percent，因此merely要改为形容词mere。


短文改错2答案解析

2.went→who went/that went/going。语法错误。此句的谓语是were，所以went应该是定语从句中的谓语，先行词students在从句中充当主语，故要用关系代词who或that引导。或者把went改为非谓语形式，因为其与主语students之间是主动关系，故可以将went改为现在分词going。

3.engage to→engage in。词汇错误。engage to表示“与……订婚”，而此处是指“参与过量喝酒”，engage in表示“参加”，符合文意，故将to改成in。

4.alcoholic→alcohol。词汇错误。alcoholic为形容词，意为“含酒精的”。此处要表达的意思是“使用酒精，喝酒”，故应该用alcohol，符合语义，此处用名词alcohol做定语，相当于use of alcohol。

5.either→both。语篇错误。此句的意思是“Patrick和同事分别在放假前和放假后对651名大一学生进行了调查。”故应该用“both…and…”结构，表示“两者都……”。注意：此处不可改为“either…or…”结构，其表示二者中的一个，意为“要么……要么……”。根据上下文语义可知，此调查要对照受试者放假前的行为和放假期间的行为，因此放假前后都应该进行调查。

6.after→before。语篇错误。下文的strong predictor暗示此处的动作应该发生在句末的during break之前，才有可能预示假期行为，故after应改成before。此句意思是：他们要有控制学生放假前行为的能力，这是预测学生假期行为的一个重要因素。

7.surveying→surveyed。语法错误。此处分词做后置定语修饰college freshmen，二者之间是被动关系，故应该用过去分词surveyed，相当于从句who were surveyed。

8.being→about being。词汇错误。这里现在分词being safe…并不是伴随状语，全文的主题是如何减少学生假期间的危险行为，可知此处“春假期间保持安全”应该是谈话的内容，故应加上about，talk with sb.about表示“与某人谈论……”。

9.protected→protective。词汇错误。protected做形容词有被动的含义，意为“受保护的”，protective意为“保护的，防护的”，此处意为“有重要的保护作用”，故应改为protective。

10.of→that。词汇错误。in case of为固定搭配，是介词短语，后接名词、动名词或代词等，in case (that)是连词短语，可以引导状语从句，其中that可以省掉。此处后面接的是句子，故应该用连词短语。


第五周 阅读理解（一）

考情分析与应试指导


一
 、考情分析


笔者将2011年~2015年全国部分名校考博英语阅读理解考情分析如下。

考博英语阅读理解所占分值一般为40%，考查篇数一般为4篇，每篇文章后有5个题目，有些院校考查篇数为5篇，每篇文章后有4个题目，共20题。阅读理解所占分值最多，因此在很大程度上决定着考博的成败。考生要想在阅读理解中取得好成绩，除了要扩大阅读量，大量做题外，还需要对阅读理解的各类题型有所了解，熟悉各类题型的解题技巧，掌握阅读理解的正确解题方法，保证阅读理解的高得分率。

阅读理解考查的是考生的信息辨认能力、信息转述能力、推理能力以及语篇逻辑的理解能力等。因此，考生在备考时，阅读理解的模拟训练题目难度可稍微高于真题题目的难度。以南京大学为例，对2011 年—2015 年考博英语的阅读理解真题进行分析和研究发现，阅读理解的题目来源与题型分布如下：

阅读理解的文章主题：社会生活类（5），文化教育类（9），历史人物类（7），环境健康类（4）等。

阅读理解的题目主要来源：大学英语四六级试题（10），考研试题（3），杂志文学文章（5），SAT（5）,TOFEL（5）,GRE（5）和PETS5（2） 试题。

通过上面对2011年~2015年南京大学考博英语真题的阅读理解题目来源和文章主题的统计分析，我们可以总结出以下几点：

第一，从文章篇数看，2011年~2015年的阅读理解均为5篇文章，阅读理解文章篇数一直很稳定，因此，未来几年内阅读理解文章的篇数可能仍然是5篇文章。

第二，从题目来源看，2011年至2015年的题目多来源于考研英语试题、SAT、TOFEL、GRE试题、PETS5试题、杂志文学文章等，其中大学英语四级和六级文章占10篇，考研英语试题为3篇，SAT、TOFEL、GRE试题为5篇，PETS5试题为2篇，杂志文学文章为5篇。从其试题来源看，阅读理解试题难度有一个梯度差。

第三，从文章类型看，纵观2011年~2015年的文章类型，我们可以了解到，南京大学2011年~2015年的阅读文章，社会生活类的有5篇，环境健康类的有4篇，文化教育类的占9篇，历史人物类占7篇，由此可知，阅读理解文章比较注重考查考生的综合能力。

第四，从试题难度看，考博英语阅读理解的试题有一个梯度差，平均难度与考研英语试题相当。

接下来以南京大学2012年~2016年考博英语真题为例，分析考博英语阅读理解考查的题目类型。


表1 阅读理解题目类型分布表




通过观察表1，我们可以得知，阅读理解的题目以细节推断题、推理判断题、主旨大意题、词义理解题和观点态度题等形式考查的概率较大，例证题考查较少，而细节题和推理判断题则需要考生对文章定位准确，对文章的长难句能准确把握其意思。

由以上表格可知，考博英语阅读理解出现原创性文章与原创性题目的机会较小，文章体裁的变化可能会一直呈现多样化及综合化，试题难度为中等难度，但是考查的细节题和推理判断题较多，因此，考生在做题时，一定要仔细。


二
 、应试指导


阅读理解是各类英语考试中的“重头戏”，而在各类英语考试中，英语阅读考试的题目各异。但不管考试题型如何花样别出，阅读理解主要考查学生以下几个方面的阅读能力：

· 分析阐述主旨的事实和细节的能力；

· 根据所读材料进行判断和推理的能力；

· 理解作者的观点、意图和态度的能力；

· 利用上下文猜测某些词汇和短语意义的能力；

· 领会所读材料的主旨和大意的能力；

· 既理解个别句子的意义，也理解上下文之间的意义关系的能力；

· 识别例证题题干中的标记的能力；

· 熟悉指代词在文中所指的名称的能力。

因此，考生要想在英语阅读考试中取得好的成绩，就应该积极备考，进行大量的阅读理解训练，在练习的实战中总结阅读经验，针对不同形式的题目，根据不同考试的目的，在阅读中采用不同的方法，会取得事半功倍的效果。一般说来，阅读方法有略读、细读和寻读三种。下面将三种阅读方法简单地介绍给读者：

（一
 ）略读
 （Skimming
 ）

略读也叫快读，其目的是用浏览的方式了解文章的大意和主题思想，并对文章的结构有个总的认识。略读时，应特别注意文章的开始段、结束段、文章中每段的段首句和结尾句以及篇章连接手段和行文中的信息词（signal word），因为它们往往是对文章内容的最简单概括，是左右文章大意的关键。略读适用于主旨类的题目，考生可以迅速通读全文，掌握大意；要特别注意文章的开头和结尾部分，因为两头是文章中信息化最强的部分，往往点明主题、做出总结或推断，对主旨或篇章层次的题目尤其有帮助。

例1

Proponents of different jazz styles have always argued that their predecessor's musical style did not include essential characteristics that define jazz as jazz.Thus,1940's swing was belittled by beboppers of the 1950's who were themselves attacked by free jazzers of the 1960's.The neoboppers of the 1980's and 1990's attacked almost everybody else.The titanic figure of Black saxophonist John Coltrane has complicated the arguments made by proponents of styles from bebop through neobop because in his own musical journey he drew from all those styles.His influence on all types of jazz was immeasurable.At the height of his popularity,Coltrane largely abandoned playing bebop,the style that had brought him fame,to explore the outer reaches of jazz.

Coltrane himself probably believed that the only essential characteristic of jazz was improvisation,the one constant in his journey from bebop to open-ended improvisations on modal,Indian,and African melodies.On the other hand,this dogged student and prodigious technician-who insisted on spending hours each day practicing scales from theory books-was never able to jettison completely the influence of bebop,with its fast and elaborate chains of notes and ornaments on melody.

Two stylistic characteristics shaped the way Coltrane played the tenor saxophone:he favored playing fast runs of notes built on a melody and depended on heavy,regularly accented beats.The first led Coltrane to sheets of sound where he raced faster and faster,pile-driving notes into each other to suggest stacked harmonies.The second meant that his sense of rhythm was almost as close to rock as to bebop.

Three recordings illustrate Coltrane's energizing explorations.Recording Kind of Blue with Miles Davis,Coltrane found himself outside bop,exploring modal melodies.Here he played surging,lengthy solos built largely around repeated motifs-an organizing principle unlike that of free jazz saxophone player Ornette Coleman,who modulated or altered melodies in his solos.On Giant Steps,Coltrane debuted as leader,introducing his own compositions.Here the sheets of sound,downbeat accents,repetitions,and great speed are part of each solo,and the variety of the shapes of his phrases is unique.Coltrane's searching explorations produced solid achievement.My Favorite Things was another kind of watershed.Here Coltrane played the soprano saxophone,an instrument seldom used by jazz musicians.Musically,the results were astounding.With the soprano's piping sound,ideas that had sounded dark and brooding acquired a feeling of giddy fantasy.

When Coltrane began recording for the Impulse!Label,he was still searching.His music became raucous,physical.His influence on rockers was enormous,including Jimi Hendrix,the rock guitarist,who,following Coltrane,raised the extended guitar solo using repeated motifs to a kind of rock art form.

 】本题是一道中心主旨题。第一段的倒数第一、二句是全文的中心主旨句，全文就是根据这两句话展开论述的。抓住这两句话就可以找出本题的正确选项A。考生在解题时，尤其是破解中心主旨题时，一定要先找出全文的中心主旨句。

2.【答案
 】C

【解析
 】这是一道例（举）证与细节理解题。第四段第一句明确指出“三张唱片为科尔特兰尼富有活力的探索提供了证明”。这说明第四段将讲述三个例子用来说明在前一段即第三段所提出的论点。另外这三个例子是按照先后顺序给出的，因此本题的正确选项是C。考生在解题时要注意段落之间的相互关系，更要注意句子之间的相互关系。

 】这是一道细节理解题。本题属于比较难的题型，因为本题的涉及面比较广。本题A、B、C选项的内容分别在第二段第一句、第四段第三四句和第二段第二句提到过。故本题的正确选项应该是D。其实这道题表面上非常难，但是对于善于捕捉全文中心主旨句的同学来讲却比较容易，因为从第一段第四句的原因状语从句中就可以推导出本题的正确答案是D。考生在解题时应牢记全文的中心主旨句。

 】本题是一道审题定位题。根据本题题干中的“other jazz musicians”可将本题的答案信息来源定位在第一段的第一至四句，因为这四句话提到了其他爵士音乐家。第一段第四句的状语从句明确指出了“Coltrane”与其他音乐家的不同在于他吸收了各种风格的爵士音乐。故本题的正确答案应该是A。考生在解题时应重视审题定位。

【解析
 】本题是一道归纳推导题。细心的同学可从本文作者在论述时使用的词语中推导出本题的正确答案是C。例如作者在第一段第四句的主语上使用了“titanic figure”；在第五句使用了“his influence…was immeasurable”；在最后一段的第三句使用了“his influence…was enormous”，这都反映了作者的“enthusiastic praise”。考生在解题时要重视原文作者在表达观点时的遣词造句。

例2

Bernard Bailyn has recently reinterpreted the early history of the United States by applying new social research findings on the experiences of European migrants.In his reinterpretation,migration becomes the organizing principle for rewriting the history of preindustrial North America.His approach rests on four separate propositions.

The first of these asserts that residents of early modern England moved regularly about their countryside;migrating to the New World was simply a natural spillover.Although at first the colonies held little positive attraction for the English-they would rather have stayed home-by the eighteenth century people increasingly migrated to America because they regarded it as the land of opportunity.Secondly,Bailyn holds that,contrary to the notion that used to flourish in America history textbooks,there was never a typical New World community.For example,the economic and demographic character of early New England towns varied considerably.

Bailyn's third proposition suggests two general patterns prevailing among the many thousands of migrants:one group came as indentured servants,another came to acquire land.Surprisingly,Bailyn suggests that those who recruited indentured servants were the driving forces of transatlantic migration.These colonial entrepreneurs helped determine the social character of people who came to preindustrial North America.At first,thousands of unskilled laborers were recruited;by the 1730's,however,American employers demanded skilled artisans.

Finally,Bailyn argues that the colonies were a half-civilized hinterland of the European culture system.He is undoubtedly correct to insist that the colonies were part of an Anglo-American empire.But to divide the empire into English core and colonial periphery,as Bailyn does,devalues the achievements of colonial culture.It is true,as Bailyn claims,that high culture in the colonies never matched that in England.But what of seventeenth-century New England,where the settlers created effective laws,built a distinguished university,and published books?Bailyn might respond that New England was exceptional.However,the ideas and institutions developed by New England Puritans had powerful effects on North American culture.

Although Bailyn goes on to apply his approach to some thousands of indentured servants who migrated just prior to the revolution,he fails to link their experience with the political development of the United States.Evidence presented in his work suggests how we might make such a connection.These indentured servants were treated as slaves for the period during which they had sold their time to American employers.It is not surprising that as soon as they served their time they passed up good wages in the cities and headed west to ensure their personal independence by acquiring land.Thus,it is in the west that a peculiarly American political culture began,among colonists who were suspicious of authority and intensely anti-aristocratic.

 】这是一道细节理解题。题干中的“failed”一词暗示本题的答案信息应该在尾段，因为尾段中含有“fails”一词。根据阅读和理解首段尾句，我们可以推导出本题的正确选项是D。在解题时一定要善于理解原文中所传达的中心含义。

【解析
 】本题是一道归纳推导题。本题题干中的“Bailyn's fourth proposition”将本题的答案信息来源确定在原文的第四段。通过仔细阅读和理解本段的每一句话，尤其是第二、三、四、五句话，我们可以推导出本题的正确选项应该是B。考生在解题时一定要善于归纳和推导原文的内容，更要善于体会上下句之间的语义关系。

 】这是一道细节推导题。题干中的“culture”一词暗示本题的答案信息来源在第四段，因为第四段首句包含“culture”一词。通过仔细阅读和理解第四段的每一句话，尤其是第四句，我们可以推导出本题的正确选项应该是A。考生在解题时一定要注意原文中重点词语所表达的含义，以及重点词语在选项中的替换形式。

 】这是一道审题定位题。题干并没有明确指出本题答案信息在原文中的准确位置。在这种情况下，考生一定要抓住全文的中心主旨以及每段的核心句。本题的答案信息来源在第四段的尾句，这是一个由转折词“however”引导的句子。通过仔细阅读理解本句，我们可以推导出本题的正确选项是A。考生在解题时一定要重视原文中表达起承转合的词语，因为这往往是出题的重点。

（二
 ）细读
 （Intensive Reading
 ）

细读是对所阅读的文章逐词逐句地认真阅读，但在极为有限的考试时间之内，对每篇阅读文章进行认真阅读有时也不是太现实，因此最好的方法就是找到文章中的有关范围，在范围内逐句阅读，特别对关键词、句要仔细琢磨，以便对其有较深刻、较准确的理解和掌握。不仅要理解其词面意思，而且要通过推理、判断，弄清文章字里行间潜在的意思。在细读时，对没有学过的生词，可根据上下文或自己掌握的背景知识等来推测其意义；对一时难以看懂的长句子，可借助语法手段，对其结构加以分析，以达到理解的目的。这是考试中使用较多的方法，因为有的题目并不是直接就出现在文章中的，需要考生自己整理和判断各个细节才能得出结论，因此考生要掌握细读的技巧，还需要具备分析句子和意群甚至篇章的能力。

The Norwegian Government is doing its best to keep the oil industry under control.A new law limits exploration to an area south of the southern end of the long coastline;production limits have been laid down (though these have already been raised);and oil companies have not been allowed to employ more than a limited number of foreign workers.

 】 文章的倒数第二段中说：“Farmers and fishermen do not make up most of the population,but they are an important part of it,because Norwegians see in them many of the qualities that they regard with pride as essentially Norwegian.”所以选项B“他们的生活和价值代表了挪威人的理想”是正确答案。选项A“他们组成了那么大一部分挪威理想”，选项C“他们的工作对挪威社会的其他方面非常有用”，选项D“他们认为石油是对挪威生活方式的威胁”。倒数第二段第一句话“对石油真正的争论点是它对挪威生活方式的一种威胁。”并不是他们认为是威胁，故排除D。

例2

Educators are seriously concerned about the high rate of dropouts among the doctor of philosophy candidates and the consequent loss of talent to a nation in need of Ph.D.s.Some have placed the dropouts'loss as high as 50 percent.The extent of the loss was,however,largely a matter of expert guessing.Last week a well-rounded study was published.It was published.It was based on 22,000 questionnaires sent to former graduate students who were enrolled in 24 universities and it seemed to show many past fears to be groundless.

The dropouts rate was found to be 31 percent,and in most cases the dropouts,while not completing the Ph.D.requirement,went on to productive work.They are not only doing well financially,but,according to the report,are not far below the income levels of those who went on to complete their doctorates.

Discussing the study last week,Dr.Tucker said the project was initiated because of the concern frequently expressed by graduate faculties and administrators that some of the individuals who dropped out of Ph.D.programs were capable of competing with the requirement for the degree.Attrition at the Ph.D.level is also thought to be a waste of precious faculty time and a drain on university resources already being used to capacity.Some people expressed the opinion that the shortage of highly trained specialists and college teachers could be reduced by persuading the dropouts to return to graduate schools to complete the Ph.D.

“The results of our research,” Dr.Tucker concluded,“did not support these opinions.” Lack of motivation was the principal reason for dropping out.Most dropouts went as far in their doctoral program as was consistent with their levels of ability or their specialities.Most dropouts are now engaged in work consistent with their education and motivation.Nearly 75 percent of the dropouts said there was no academic reason for their decision,but those who mentioned academic reason cited failure to pass the qualifying examination,uncompleted research and failure to pass language exams.Among the single most important personal reasons identified by dropouts for non-completion of their Ph.D.program,lack of finances was marked by 19 percent.

As an indication of how well the dropouts were doing,a chart showed 2%in humanities were receiving$20,000 and more annually while none of the Ph.D.'s with that background reached this figure.The Ph.D.s'shone in the$7,500 to$15,000 bracket with 78%at that level against 50%for the dropouts.This may also be an indication of the fact that top salaries in the academic fields,where Ph.D.s'tend to rise to the highest salaries,are still lagging behind other fields.

As to the possibility of getting dropouts back on campus,the outlook was glum.The main condition which would have to prevail for at least 25%of the dropouts who might consider returning to graduate school would be to guarantee that they would retain their present level of income and in some cases their present job.

 ）寻读
 （Scanning
 ）

寻读又称查读或索读，是一种通过快速阅读查找针对某道试题的事实或细节的方法。它也可以用来查阅某个单词、短语或句子在一定上下文中的意思，对那些与待回答的问题无关的信息则略过不读。此方法可用来解答情节题、是非题以及词义、句意推断题。在运用这一技巧时，要注意扫视那些与问题相关的重点词、数据等，尽量把查阅的范围缩到最小，从而提高阅读效果。寻读最适用的题目通常是细节题，即对who，what，when，where，how,which 等待定细节提问，考生只要明白了问题目标所在以及它的相应选项，便能很快用寻读的方法，从原文中找到信息，做出选择。

在一篇文章的阅读过程中我们应该根据不同目的，采用不同的阅读方法。在正式考试中，阅读理解部分可遵循下列步骤：先用“略读”法浏览全文，了解中心思想及大意；用“寻读”法获取某些特定的信息；用“细读”法掌握确切内容或深入理解文意。在阅读过程中，为方便对问题的回查，可在文章中划出关键词句，留下答题依据。完成全部问题的回答后，可再快读一遍全文，以确定各题答案是否符合文章的主旨思想。

例

Personality is to a large extent inherent-A-type parents usually bring about A-type offspring.But the environment must also have a profound effect,since if competition is important to the parents;it is likely to become a major factor in the lives of their children.

One place where children soak up A characteristics is school,which is,by its very nature,a highly competitive institution.Too many schools adopt the win at all costs moral standard and measure their success by sporting achievements.The current passion for making children compete against their classmates or against the clock produces a two-layer system,in which competitive A-types seem in some way better than their B-type fellows.Being too keen to win can have dangerous consequences:remember that Pheidippides,the first marathon runner,dropped dead seconds after saying:Rejoice,we conquer!

By far the worst form of competition in schools is the disproportionate emphasis on examinations.It is a rare school that allows pupils to concentrate on those things they do well.The merits of competition by examination are somewhat questionable,but competition in the certain knowledge of failure is positively harmful.

 】 选项B意为“有些学生肯定不及格”。文章短语be bound to意为“肯定，注定”。问题中be opposed意为“反对”。第三段指出，学校中最糟糕的竞争方式（by far用于强调最高级形式）是极力强调考试（disproportionate意为“不相称的，过分的”），很少有学校让学生集中精力做自己善于做的事情。通过考试来竞争有无益处（merits）是个值得探讨的问题（questionable），但是，明知道自己会失败还去竞争的做法肯定（对人的心理，如：自信心、自我认识等）是有害的。A意为“给学生造成的压力过大”。C意为“不及格率过高”。A、C文中都未提到。D意为“考试成绩（或结果）值得怀疑”。这与原文表达的内容不一样，原文并非是说考试成绩是否真正反映学生的真实水平或能力值得怀疑，而是说考试这种形式作为一个教学环节是否合适值得进一步探讨。

上文中我们简要地介绍了阅读的三种基本方法，为了更有效地答题，在掌握了好的阅读方法的同时，还要培养好的解题思路，接下来给各位备考考生厘清基本的解题思路：

在阅读理解的解题过程中可以采用“四步走”的解题思路：

1.通读全文，抓两个重点：

①首段（中心句、核心概念常在第一段，常在首段出题）；

②其他各段的段首和段尾句（其他部分略读，有重点地读）。

2.抓住中心，用一分半的时间思考3个问题：

①文章叙述的主要内容是什么?

②文章中有无提到核心概念?

③作者的大致态度是什么?

3.仔细审题，返回原文。（仔细看题干，把每道题和原文的某处建立联系）


定位原则
 ：

①通常是从题干出发，使用寻找关键词定位原则。（关键词：大写字母、地名、时间、数字等）；

②自然段定位原则。出题的顺序与行文的顺序是基本一致的，一般每段对应一题。要树立定位意识，每一题、每一选项都要回到原文中某一处定位。

4.重叠选项，得出答案。（重叠原文=对照原文）

① 通过题干返回原文：判断四个选项，抓住选项中的关键词，把选项定位到原文的某处进行比较，重叠选项，选出答案；

②答案选择要求：要有选一个答案的理由和不选其余三个的理由。

在英语阅读理解的答题过程中，积累了好的阅读方法，形成了清晰的解题思路，下文中提到的几个方面也要加强认识，做到不放过任何一个得分的机会和避免任何一个丢分的可能。

首先，一定要熟悉重点题型中的几个问题。

① 词汇题：字面意思不是答案，要根据上下文推测其深刻含义；

② 句子理解题：一般不要求推理，只看句子本身；

③ 推理题：在很大程度上答案是原文的重现，不一定非要经过逻辑推理从原文中得出。

其次，要积累识别正确答案特征的经验。

① 正确答案经常与中心思想有关；

② 正确答案的位置，最常见的三个是：段首段尾处、转折处、因果处；

③ 正确答案经常运用的原则是：同义替换、正话反说、反话正说；

④ 从语气角度来看，正确答案中经常含有不肯定的语气词和委婉表达的用词。如：can,may,might,possible,not necessarily,some等。

再者，还要提高识别错误答案特征的能力。

第一大层次：

① 无中生有 （未提及的概念）；

② 正反混淆 （选项的意思跟原文的意思正好相反）；

③ 答非所问 （虽然选项的说法没有问题，符合原文，但和题干搭不上边）。

第二大层次：

① 过分绝对；

② 扩大范围（注意隐蔽型的扩大范围mostly）；

③ 因果倒置；

④ 常识判断；

⑤ 推得过远；

⑥ 偏离中心；

⑦ 变换词性。

常识判断：如果一个选项仅仅符合常识，不一定是正确答案，还要看文章中类似的意思有没有出现；如果一个选项不符合常识，一定不是正确答案。

Passage 1

The story of the westward movement of population in the United States is,in the main,the story of the expansion of American agriculture-of the development of new areas for the raising of livestock and the cultivation of wheat,corn,tobacco,and cotton.After 1815 improved transportation enabled more and more western farmers to escape a self-sufficient way of life and enter a national market economy.During periods when commodity prices were high,the rate of westward migration increased spectacularly.“Old America seemed to be breaking up and moving westward,” observed an English visitor in 1817,during the first great wave of migration.Emigration to the West reached a peak in the 1830's.Whereas in 1810 only a seventh of the American people lived west of the Appalachian Mountains,by 1840 more than a third lived there.

Why were these hundreds of thousands of settlers-most of them farmers,some of them artisans-drawn away from the cleared fields and established cities and villages of the East?Certain characteristics of American society help to explain this remarkable migration.The European ancestors of some Americans had for centuries lived rooted to the same village or piece of land until some religious,political,or economic crisis uprooted them and drove them across the Atlantic.Many of those who experienced this sharp break thereafter lacked the ties that had bound them and their ancestors to a single place.Moreover,European society was relatively stratified;occupation and social status were inherited.In American society,however,the class structure was less rigid;some people changed occupations easily and believed it was their duty to improve their social and economic position.As a result,many Americans were an inveterately restless,rootless,and ambitious people.Therefore,these social traits helped to produce the nomadic and daring settlers who kept pushing westward beyond the fringes
 of settlement.In addition,there were other immigrants who migrated west in search of new homes,material success,and better lives.

The West had plenty of attractions:the alluvial river bottoms,the fecund soils of the rolling forest lands,the black loams of the prairies were tempting to New England farmers working their rocky,sterile land and to southeastern farmers plagued with soil depletion and erosion.In 1820 under a new land law,a farm could be bought for $100.The continued proliferation of banks made it easier for those without cash to negotiate loans in paper money.Western farmers borrowed with the confident expectation that the expanding economy would keep farm prices high,thus making it easy to repay loans when they fell due.

Transportation was becoming less of a problem for those who wished to move west and for those who hand farm surpluses to send to market.Prior to 1815,western farmers who did not live on navigable waterways were connected to them only by dirt roads and mountain trails.Livestock could be driven across the mountains,but the cost of transporting bulky grains in this fashion was several times greater than their value in eastern markets.The first step toward an improvement of western transportation was the construction of turnpikes.These roads made possible a reduction in transportation costs and thus stimulated the commercialization of agriculture along their routes.

Two other developments presaged the end of the era of turnpikes and started a transportation revolution that resulted in increased regional specialization and the growth of a national market economy.First came the steamboat;although flatboats and keelboats continued to be important until the 1850's steamboats eventually superseded all other craft in the carrying of passengers and freight.Steamboats were not only faster but also transported upriver freight for about one tenth of what it had previously cost on hand-propelled keelboats.Next came the Erie Canal,an enormous project in its day,spanning about 350 miles.After the canal went into operation,the cost per mile of transporting a ton of freight from Buffalo to New York City declined from nearly 20 cents to less than 1 cent.Eventually,the western states diverted much of their produce from the rivers to the Erie Canal,a shorter route to eastern markets.

Passage 2

Most of the world's potable water-freshwater suitable for drinking is accounted for by groundwater,which is stored in the pores and fractures in rocks.There is more than 50 times as much freshwater stored underground than in all the freshwater rivers and lakes at the surface.Nearly 50 percent of all groundwater is stored in the upper 1,000 meters of Earth.At greater depths within Earth,the pressure of the overlying rock causes pores and cracks to close,reducing the space that pore water can occupy,and almost complete closure occurs at a depth of about 10 kilometers.The greatest water storage,therefore,lies near the surface.


Aquifers
 , Porosity and Permeability


Groundwater is stored in a variety of rock types.A groundwater reservoir from which water can be extracted is called an aquifer.We can effectively think of an aquifer as a deposit of water.Extraction of water depends on two properties of the aquifer:porosity and permeability.Between sediment grains are spaces that can be filled with water.This pore space is known as porosity and is expressed as a percentage of the total rock volume.Porosity is important for water-storage capacity,but for water to flow through rocks,the pore spaces must be connected.The ability of water,or other fluids,to flow through the interconnected pore spaces in rocks is termed permeability.In the intergranular spaces of rocks,however,fluid must flow around and between grains in a tortuous path;this winding path causes a resistance to flow.The rate at which the flowing water overcomes this resistance is related to the permeability of rock.

Sediment sorting and compaction influence permeability and porosity.The more poorly sorted or the more tightly compacted sediment is,the lower its porosity and permeability.Sedimentary rocks-the most common rock type near the surface-are also the most common reservoirs for water because they contain the most space that can be filled with water.Sandstones generally make good aquifers,while finer-grained mudstones are typically impermeable.Impermeable rocks are referred to as aquicludes.Igneous and metamorphic rocks are more compact,commonly crystalline,and rarely contain spaces between grains.However,even igneous and metamorphic rocks may act as groundwater reservoirs if extensive fracturing occurs in such rocks and if the fracture system is interconnected.


The Water Table


The water table is the underground boundary below which all the cracks and pores are filled with water.In some cases,the water table reaches Earth's surface,where it is expressed as rivers,lakes and marshes.Typically,though,the water table may be tens or hundreds of meters below the surface.The water table is not flat but usually follows the contours of the topography.Above the water table is the vadose zone,through which rainwater percolates.Water in the vadose zone drains down to the water table,leaving behind a thin coating of water on mineral grains.The vadose zone supplies plant roots near the surface with water.

Because the surface of the water table is not flat but instead rises and falls with topography,groundwater is affected by gravity in the same fashion as surface water.Groundwater flows downhill to topographic lows.If the water table intersects the land surface,groundwater will flow out onto the surface at springs,weather to be collected there or to subsequently flow farther along drainage.Groundwater commonly collects in stream drainages but may remain entirely beneath the surface of dry stream-beds in arid regions.In particularly wet years,short stretches of an otherwise dry stream-bed may have flowing water because the water table rises to intersect the land surface.

为什么这几十万的移民——大部分是农民，还有些是工匠——会离开东部开垦好的土地和建设好的城镇?美国社会的某些特征有助于解释这场声势浩大的移民。一些美国人的欧洲祖先几个世纪以来都扎根于同一个村庄或者同一片土地，直到宗教、政治或者经济危机才迫使他们离开故土，穿越大西洋。很多经历过这场巨变的人此后都失去了把他们祖先束缚在一个地方的纽带。而且，欧洲社会相对阶层化，职业和社会地位是世袭的。而在美国社会，等级结构没有这么严格，一部分人轻易就换了工作，并且他们相信提高社会和经济地位是他们的职责。这就导致很多美国人骨子里就是不安于现状、无根而且野心勃勃的人。因此这些社会特征有利于造就那些会冲破居住地边缘向西行进的游牧民和勇敢的移民。此外，还有一些移民迁到西部是为了找寻新的家园，获得物质上的成功，过上更好的生活。

西部吸引人的地方很多：冲积河床、绵延起伏的林地下的肥沃的土壤、大草原上的黑土，这些都吸引着在布满岩石又贫瘠的土地上劳作的新英格兰农民和饱受土壤损耗和流失困扰的东南部农民。根据1820年的一部新土地法，100美元就可以买一个农场。银行的不断发展使得那些没有现金的人贷款变得更容易了。西部的农民在贷款的时候都满怀信心，他们预期经济的发展会使农场的价格节节攀升，因此到期时要偿还贷款就比较容易。

对于那些想要迁往西部的人以及手里有多余的农产品可以供给市场的人来讲，交通也已经不成问题。1815年前，那些没有生活在通航的水路旁的西部农民只能从土路和山道去往市场。可以用家畜翻越大山，但是以这种方式运输谷物的成本是这些谷物在东部市场上的价值的好几倍。改善西部交通的第一步就是修建收费高速公路。这些公路使得运输成本有降低的可能，并且因此刺激了沿途农业的商品化。

还有两个发展预示着高速公路时代的终结，并引发了一场运输革命，使得生产日益地区专业化，国家市场经济持续增长。第一个是蒸汽船，虽然在1850年蒸汽船最终取代了所有其他的船来运输乘客和货物之前，平底船和龙骨船一直是相当重要的交通工具。蒸汽船不仅快，而且向上游运输货物的成本约是先前用手划龙骨船的十分之一。第二个就是伊利运河，它在当时是一项庞大的工程，跨越了约350英里。运河投入运营后，从布法罗（“水牛城”）向纽约运输一吨货物的成本从每英里20美分下降到了不到1美分。最终，西部各州都将不少农产品从以往的水路转到了伊利运河这条通往东部市场的捷径上来。

世界上绝大部分饮用水——可以饮用的淡水——都是地下水，它们储藏在岩石孔隙和裂缝中。储藏于地下的淡水是地表淡水河流和湖泊中总水量的50倍。大约50%的地下水存在于地下深1 000米以内的地层中。随深度增加，上覆岩层压力使岩石孔隙和裂缝闭合，减少了水的储存空间，而超过10公里

地层水储存在多种岩石中。可以取出的地下水的聚集层叫作水层。我们可以认为水层即水的聚集地层。从地层中取水取决于水层的两个因素：孔隙度和渗透率。沉积颗粒之间的空间可以储存水，这种孔隙空间由孔隙度表征。孔隙度是岩石孔隙体积与总体积的百分比。孔隙度对地层储水能力尤为重要，但欲使水从岩石中流出，孔隙之间必须相互连通。水或其他流体从相互连通的孔隙中流动的能力即为渗透率。在粒间孔发育的岩石中，流体必须在颗粒周围的曲折通道中流动；这种曲折通道会对流动产生阻力。水克服阻力流动的速率与岩石渗透率相关。

沉积物的分选性和压实程度影响其渗透率和孔隙度。岩石分选越差或压实越紧则其孔隙度和渗透率越低。沉积岩——地表最常见的岩石——也是最常见的水储集层，因为它们常带有最多的可以储水的孔隙空间。砂岩一般是最好的储水层，但小颗粒的泥岩则通常不可渗透。不渗透岩层都称为隔水层。火成岩和变质岩压实更紧，通常有结晶，并几乎没有粒间孔隙。但是即便是火成岩和变质岩也可因裂缝大量发育并相互连接而成为储水层。


地下水位


地下水位指地层岩石裂缝和孔隙充满水的边界。某些情况下，地下水位可能到达地表，在那里它以河流、湖泊或沼泽地的形式存在。但通常情况下地下水位位于地面数十或数百米以下。地下水位不是水平的，而是通常沿着地势起伏。地下水位以上称为包气带，在这里降水得以过滤。包气带中的水会沉降到地下水位，只在矿物颗粒表面留下一层水膜。包气带为地表附近植物根部提供水分。

因为地下水位表面并非水平，而是沿着地势起伏，地下水和地表水受到重力影响的模式相同。地下水沿着下倾地层流向地势低洼处。如果地下水位与地表相交，地下水将以喷泉的形式流出地面，要么就地聚集，要么沿着排水通道流向更远的地方。地下水通常在小溪中聚集，但在干旱地区也可能全部停留在干涸河床下。在特定湿润的年月里，一段干涸的河床下游可能有水流动，因为地下水位抬升到了那里的地表以上。

 、考点讲解


在阅读理解（一）的“考情分析与应试指导”的学习过程中，我们已经熟悉了一些常见的阅读方法和做题思路，并对一些重点题型的几个问题和常见正确答案和错误答案的特征有所了解，所以从今天开始，在接下来的学习中就要加强我们的解题能力训练并提高解题技巧。不同的读者在解题的过程中都会有各自不同的“锦囊妙计”，英语的阅读理解与其他学科的知识一样，万变不离其宗，再复杂的题目也会有其解答的规律。下文对阅读理解的解题技巧做了一个较全面的总结汇编，希望对考生能有所启发。按照考博英语的基本规律，阅读理解文章细节题考查的概率最高，如果一篇文章有五道选题，一般有两道是细节性的题。那么在做细节题的时候需要注意什么问题呢?

第一，细节题，首先要知道这个题的考点在原文哪个位置上，要找到考点。

第二，要仔细看原文是怎么说的，原文相关的几句话，要保证看明白，不能光看对应的一句话，一般建议要把对应的前后两三句看看，保证你的理解不是太片面。

第三，要仔细推敲问题是怎么问的，同学们做题，更多的是看文章是怎么说的，但是往往忽略题目是怎么问的。因此提问方式，提问的重点就显得格外重要，很多考生原文看懂了，但是理解错了，因为题目没有看，提问的重点没有看明白。

第四，体会细节题正确答案和干扰项目涉及的基本特点。简单来说，正确的答案必须要和文章讲的意思完全符合，不能有丝毫的偏差，而且正确的答案必须要回答问题。

一般而言，正确答案的干扰项有三个基本的特点：第一，它和原文讲的真正的意思之间有一点点区别，而考生往往忽略了细微的区别。第二，你会发现它跟原文讲的一模一样，你仔细看问题就会发现它和意思不相关，问题问的重点和它是不相关的。第三，这个特点经常出现，但不是百分之百的，干扰项中经常出现文章中的原词，但往往不是答案。这样的话，知道阅读理解正确答案的特点，在考场中，进行排除的数据就有基本的依据了。另外，在做题时，要知道如何确定细节题的考点，在弄清考点之后，在阅读的过程中要往上多看几句话，这样才能保证你的理解更全面。

常见的关于事实细节的问题有两种：一种是要求找出文章中的重要事实或细节，这些问题常与who,when,where,which 或why有关；另一种是辨认哪些内容在文章中没有提及，在这些问题中常有except,not (mentioned/true),least 等词出现。例如：

Emile Durkheim was concerned primarily with how societies could maintain their integrity and coherence in the modern era,when commonalities such as shared religious

and ethnic background could no longer be assumed.In order to study social life in modern societies,Durkheim sought to create one of the first scientific approaches to social phenomena.It should be noted that Durkheim himself never undertook any fieldwork.Instead,he analyzed observations made by others.This was entirely consistent with his stance that concrete observations in and of themselves are not necessarily illuminating.He believed that it is the concepts,such as “totemism,” that shed light on the nature of society.Along with Herbert Spencer,Durkheim was one of the first people to explain the existence and quality of different parts of a society by reference to what function they served in keeping the society healthy and balanced-a position that would come to be known as Functionalism.

Durkheim also insisted that society was more than the sum of its parts.Thus,unlike his contemporary Max Weber,he focused not on what motivates the actions of individual people (methodological individualism),but rather on the study of “social facts”,a term which he coined to describe phenomena which have an existence in and of themselves and are not bound to the actions of individuals.He argued that social facts had an independent existence and could only be explained by other social facts rather than,say,by society's adaptation to a particular climate or ecological niche.

In his 1893 work, The Division of Labor in Society
 ,Durkheim examined how social order was maintained in different types of societies.He focused on the division of labor,and examined how it differed in traditional,or primitive,societies and modern societies.Authors before him,such as Herbert Spencer and Ferdinand Tonnies,had argued that societies evolved much like living organisms,moving from a simple state to a more complex one resembling the workings of complex machines.Durkheim reversed this formula,adding his theory to the growing pool of theories of social progress,social evolutionism and social Darwinism.He argued that traditional societies were “mechanical” and were held together by the fact that everyone was more or less the same,and hence had things in common.Like the atoms in inorganic crystals,arranged in regularly ordered lattices,members of such societies do not move around of their own accord.In traditional societies,argued Durkheim,the “collective consciousness” entirely subsumes individual consciousness-norms are strong and behavior is well-regulated.

In modern societies,he argued,the highly complex division of labor resulted in “organic” solidarity.Different specializations in employment and social roles created dependencies that tied people to one another,since people no longer could count on filling all of their needs by themselves.In “mechanical” societies,for example,subsistence farmers live in communities which are self-sufficient and knit together by a common heritage and common job.In modern “organic” societies,workers earn money,and must rely on other people who specialize in certain products （groceries,clothing,etc.） to meet their needs.The result of increasing division of labor,according to Durkheim,is that individual consciousness emerges distinct from collective consciousness-often finding itself in conflict with collective consciousness.（2017年四川大学）

Asteroids and comets that repeatedly smashed into the early Earth covered the planet's surface with molten rock during its earliest days,but still may have left oases of water that could have supported the evolution of life,scientists say.The new study reveals that during the planet's infancy,the surface of the Earth was a hellish environment,but perhaps not as hellish as often thought,scientists added.

Earth formed about 4.5 billion years ago.The first 500 million years of its life are known as the Hadean Eon.Although this time amounts to more than 10 percent of Earth's history,little is known about it,since few rocks are known that are older than 3.8 billion years old.

For much of the Hadean,Earth and its sister worlds in the inner solar system were pummeled with an extraordinary number of cosmic impacts.“It was thought that because of these asteroids and comets flying around colliding with Earth,conditions on early Earth may have been hellish,” said lead study author Simone Marchi,a planetary scientist at the Southwest Research Institute in Boulder,Colorado.This imagined hellishness gave the eon its name-Hadean comes from Hades,the lord of the underworld in Greek mythology.

However,in the past dozen years or so,a radically different picture of the Hadean began to emerge.Analysis of minerals trapped within microscopic zircon crystals dating from this eon “suggested that there was liquid water on the surface of the Earth back then,clashing with the previous picture that the Hadean was hellish,” Marchi said.This could explain why the evidence of the earliest life on Earth appears during the Hadean-maybe the planet was less inhospitable during that eon than previously thought.

The exact timing and magnitude of the impacts that smashed Earth during the Hadean are unknown.To get an idea of the effects of this bombardment,Marchi and his colleagues looked at the moon,whose heavily cratered surface helped model the battering that its close neighbor Earth must have experienced back then.

“We also looked at highly siderophile elements (elements that bind tightly to iron),such as gold,delivered to Earth as a result of these early collisions,and the amounts of these elements tells us the total mass accreted by Earth as the results of these collisions,” Marchi said.Prior research suggests these impacts probably contributed less than 0.5 percent of the Earth's present-day mass.

The researchers discovered that “the surface of the Earth during the Hadean was heavily affected by very large collisions,by impactors larger than 100 kilometers (60 miles) or so-really,really big impactors,” Marchi said.“When Earth has a collision with an object that big,that melts a large volume of the Earth's crust and mantle,covering a large fraction of the surface,”Marchi added.These findings suggest that Earth's surface was buried over and over again by large volumes of molten rock-enough to cover the surface of the Earth several times.This helps explain why so few rock survive from the Hadean,the researchers said.

Since the dawn of human ingenuity,people have devised ever more cunning tools to cope with work that is dangerous,boring,burdensome,or just plain nasty.That compulsion has resulted in robotics-the science of conferring various human capabilities on machines.And if scientists have yet to create the mechanical version of science fiction,they have begun to come close.

As a result,the modern world is increasingly populated by intelligent gizmos
 whose presence we barely notice but whose universal existence has removed much human labor.Our factories hum to the rhythm of robot assembly arms.Our banking is done at automated teller terminals that thank us with mechanical politeness for the transaction.Our subway trains are controlled by tireless robot-drivers.And thanks to the continual miniaturization of electronics and micro-mechanics,there are already robot systems that can perform some kinds of brain and bone surgery with sub millimeter accuracy-far greater precision than highly skilled physicians can achieve with their hands alone.

But if robots are to reach the next stage of laborsaving utility,they will have to operate with less human supervision and be able to make at least a few decisions for themselves-goals that pose a real challenge.“While we know how to tell a robot to handle a specific error,” says Dave Lavery,manager of a robotics program at NASA,“we can't yet give a robot enough ‘common sense’ to reliably interact with a dynamic world.”

Indeed the quest for true artificial intelligence has produced very mixed results.Despite a spell of initial optimism in the 1960s and 1970s when it appeared that transistor circuits and microprocessors might be able to copy the action of the human brain by the year 2010,researchers lately have begun to extend that forecast by decades if not centuries.

What they found,in attempting to model thought,is that the human brain's roughly one hundred billion nerve cells are much more talented-and human perception far more complicated-than previously imagined.They have built robots that can recognize the error of a machine panel by a fraction of a millimeter in a controlled factory environment.But the human mind can glimpse a rapidly changing scene and immediately disregard the 98 percent that is irrelevant,instantaneously focusing on the monkey at the side of a winding forest road or the single suspicious face in a big crowd.The most advanced computer systems on Earth can't approach that kind of ability,and neuroscientists still don't know quite how we do it.

Passage 2

Located in tropical area at low altitudes,savannas are stable ecosystems,some wet and some dry consisting of vast grasslands with scattered trees or shrubs.They occur on a wide range of soil types and in extremes of climate.There is no simple or single factor that determines if a given site will be a savanna,but some factors seem to play important roles in their formation.

Savannas typically experience a rather prolonged dry season.One theory behind savanna formation is that wet forest species are unable to withstand the dry season,and thus savanna,rather than rain forest,is favored on the site.Savannas experience an annual rainfall of between 1,000 and 2,000 millimeters,most of it falling in a five-to-eight month wet season.Though plenty of rain may fall on a savanna during the year,for at least part of the year little does,creating the drought stress ultimately favoring grasses.Such conditions prevail throughout much of northern South America and Cuba,but many Central American savannas as well as coastal areas of Brazil and the island of Trinidad do not fit this pattern.In these areas,rainfall per month exceeds that in the above definition,so other factors must contribute to savanna formation.

In many characteristics,savanna soils are similar to those of some rain forests,though more extreme.For example,savanna soils,like many rain forest soils,are typically oxisols (dominated by certain oxide minerals) and ultisols (soils containing no calcium carbonate),with a high acidity notably low concentrations of such minerals as phosphorus,calcium,magnesium,and potassium,while aluminum levels are high.Some savannas occur on wet,waterlogged soils;other dry,sandy,well-drained soils.This may seem contradictory,but it only means that extreme soil conditions,either too wet or too dry for forests,are satisfactory for savannas.More moderate conditions support moist forests.

Waterlogged soils occur in areas that are flat or have poor drainage.These soils usually contain large amounts of clay and easily become water-saturated.Air cannot penetrate between the soil particles,making the soil oxygen-poor.By contrast,dry soils are sandy and porous,their coarse textures permitting water to drain rapidly.Sandy soils are prone to the leaching of nutrients and minerals and so tend to be nutritionally poor.Though most savannas are found on sites with poor soils (because of either moisture conditions or nutrient levels of both),poor soils can and do support lush rain forest.

Most savannas probably experience mild fires frequently and major burns every two years or so.Many savanna and dry-forest plant species are called pyrophytes,meaning they are adapted in various ways to withstand occasional burning.Frequent fire is a factor to which rain forest species seem unable to adapt,although ancient charcoal remains from Amazon forest soils dating prior to the arrival of humans suggest that moist forests also occasionally burn.Experiments suggest that if fire did not occur in savannas in the Americas,species composition would change significantly.When burning occurs,it prevents competition among plant species from progressing to the point where some species exclude others,reducing the overall diversity of the ecosystem.But in experimental areas protected from fire,a few perennial grass species eventually come to dominate,outcompeting all others.Evidence from other studies suggests that exclusion of fire results in markedly decreased plant-species richness,often with an increase in tree density.There is generally little doubt that fire is a significant factor in maintaining savanna,certainly in most regions.

On certain sites,particularly in South America,savanna formation seems related to frequent cutting and burning of moist forests for pastureland.Increase in pastureland and subsequent overgrazing have resulted in an expansion of savanna.The thin upper layer of humus (decayed organic matter) is destroyed by cutting and burning.Humus is necessary for rapid decomposition of leaves by bacteria and fungi and for recycling by surface roots.Once the humus layer disappears,nutrients cannot be recycled and leach from the soil,converting soil from fertile to infertile and making it suitable only for savanna vegetation.Forests on white,sandy soil are most susceptible to permanent alteration.

从人类产生智慧初期至今，人们一直在设计越来越巧妙的工具来应付那些危险的、枯燥的、繁重的或者直接就是肮脏的工作。这种动力产生了机器人科学——一门将人类的能力赋予机器的科学。如果科学家们还没有创造出科幻小说的机械版本，他们也已经很接近这个目标了。

但是，如果机器人要进入节省劳动力的下一个阶段，它们必须能够在更少的人工监控下运行，并且至少能够独立做一些决定。这些目标提出了一个真正的挑战。“虽然我们知道如何让机器人去纠正一个特定的错误，”NASA的一个机器人项目经理戴维·拉维里说：“我们仍然不能赋予机器人足够的‘常识’，使它们能够与动态的世界进行可靠的交流。”

实际上对真正的人工智能的探索已经产生了各种各样的结果。虽然刚开始在20世纪60年代和20世纪70年代有过一段乐观的时期，那时候看起来晶体管电路和微处理器的发展将使它们在2010年能够模仿人类大脑的活动——但是最近研究人员已经开始将这个预测延后了没有数百年至少也有数十年。

在试图建造思维模型的过程中，研究人员发现，人类大脑中的近1,000亿个神经细胞要比以前想象的更聪明，人类的感知也比以前想象的更复杂。他们建造出来的机器人在严格控制的工厂环境里，能够在仪表盘上识别一毫米以下的误差。但是人的大脑能够扫描一个快速变化的场景，迅速排除98%的不相干的物体，立即聚焦于森林中蜿蜒道路旁的一只猴子，或者人群中的一张可疑的脸。地球上最先进的计算机系统也不能达到这种能力，并且神经学科学家仍然不知道我们是怎样做到这一点的。

热带草原或热带稀树草原位于热带低海拔地区，干湿气候皆有。稀疏分布着树木和灌木的广阔大草原，是一个稳定的生态系统。气候极端，涵盖了广泛的土壤种类。对于热带草原的形成原因，虽无单一的解释，但似乎仍有一些因素对其形成起到了重大作用。

热带草原通常会经历十分漫长的旱季。热带草原形成理论之一，就是湿润的森木物种无法适应干燥的季节——这更有利于热带草原，而不是热带雨林的形成。热带草原的年降水量在1 000到2 000毫米，绝大多数降水都集中在长达5到8个月的雨季中。虽然每年的降水总量充足，但至少会有几个月几乎零降水，由此引起的干旱使得该地区最终只适合草地生长。这样的条件广泛地分布于南美北部和古巴的大部分地区，但也有例外，比如在中美洲的稀树大草原，巴西的沿海地区和特立尼达岛气候的类型就不一样。在这些地区每月的降水量超过了之前定义的降水量范围，因此还有其他因素影响着热带草原的形成。

虽然极端，但在大多数特点上，热带草原和雨林的土壤还是相似的。比如说，和许多热带雨林土壤一样，热带草原的土壤通常为含酸量高的氧化土（某些氧化物矿物占主导）和老成土（这些土壤中不含碳酸钙），磷、钙、镁、钾这样的矿物质含量非常低，而铝的含量却很高。有些热带草原的土壤潮湿，呈溃水状态；而有些热带草原的土壤却干燥、多沙、易排水。这看起来矛盾，但却意味着只有对于森林来说过度湿润或过度干旱的极端土壤条件，才适合热带草原。温润的气候适合湿润的森林。

溃水土壤出现在地形平坦和排水性差的地方。这些土壤通常含有大量的黏土，这就会使它们很容易处于饱水状态。由于空气不能渗入土壤颗粒中，土壤的含氧量就低。与之相对，干燥土壤是多沙和多孔渗水的。它们的粗质结构可以让水很快排干。砂质土壤更易于营养物和矿物质的过滤渗漏，这就导致土壤缺乏营养。虽然大多数热带草原都位于贫瘠土壤区（无论是因为各自的水分条件还是营养等级），但贫瘠土壤也的确能够长出繁茂的热带雨林。

大多数热带草原都可能经历着频繁的焚烧，而大约两年就有一次大火燃烧。许多热带草原和干燥林的植物种类被叫作耐火植物，意思是其善于用各种方法来抵御偶尔发生的燃烧。虽然追溯到人类初至时亚马孙森林土壤中遗留的古木炭表明湿润林带也会有不定期的燃烧，但频繁的大火还是热带雨林物种所不能适应的因素。实验表明，如果美国的热带草原没有发生大火，物种的构成就会变得完全不一样。焚烧防止了植物之间的竞争，这就避免了因植物间的排挤而使整个生态系统的多样性发生变化。但是在防火实验区，一些多年生植物物种最终占得主导地位，胜过了其他物种。其他调查证据表明，没有焚烧则导致植物物种丰富性的显著减少，通常还会伴随着树的密度增加。这就可以确定，火是维持热带草原的重要因素。当然，这指的是在大多数地区。

在某些地区，特别是在南美洲，热带草原的形成可能和为了建造牧场而对湿润林地进行频繁的砍伐和焚烧有关。牧场的增加和随之而来的过度放牧导致了热带草原的扩张。稀薄的腐殖质（腐烂的有机物）上层被砍伐和焚烧行为所破坏。腐殖质是树叶被细菌和真菌迅速分解和根部表面循环的必需品。一旦腐面层消失了，营养物质便不能循环并渗入土壤中，土壤由肥沃变得贫瘠，这就使它只适合热带草原植被的生长。白土和砂土上的森林结构容易发生永久性的改变。

判断和推理的能力对深刻理解一篇文章十分重要，特别是对理解作者字里行间的言外之意以及作者的观点、写作意图和态度十分重要。所以判断题也是阅读理解中常见的测试题目内容。这类题常要求考生推断文章的含义和引申义，根据文章所提供的部分信息或文章的含义进行归纳和判断。做这类题型的时候要注意以下几点：①看可否通过四个选项具体到文中一点或者根据自然段原则定位。②每个选项都应返回原文，不能凭主观印象进行判断。③要重点抓是“三错一对”还是“三对一错”的关系（做题时要看清题目）。

For millions of immigrants,the Statue was their first sight of the promised land,and for a few it was also the last,as they sailed back home again.About a mile from Liberty Island,there is another small island,called Ellis Island,which was looked upon with dread by the immigrants.For it was here that they had to wait their turn to be examined by doctors and officials.Most of the immigrants could not speak a word of English.But only two out of 100 immigrants were refused admission to New York City.Often the person refused turned out to be a grand-mother or a weary,frightened girl mistakenly labeled “feeble-minded”.Sometimes husbands and wives were parted because one of them happened to have a bad cough and was suspected of having tuberculosis.

New York City was a bitter disillusionment to some immigrants.For from being a city paved with gold,it was a city teeming with overcrowded,unhealthy and unsafe ghettos.The immigrants looked for earlier immigrants of their own nationality or religion.So Italian,Polish,Irish,Jewish neighborhoods grew up.Because they could not speak English,the newcomers found it difficult to get work at once,and their living quarters were often slums.

However,they found in the USA opportunities of bettering themselves.Today immigrants no longer have to endure the indignities of Ellis Island.The grim buildings were closed down in 1924.In 1976,Ellis Island became a historic monument.（2017年吉林大学）

Increasing commercial use of the Internet has heightened security and privacy concerns.With a credit or debit card,an Internet user can order almost anything from an Internet site and have it delivered to their home or office.Companies doing business over the Internet need sophisticated security measures to protect credit card,bank account,and social security numbers from unauthorized access as they pass across the Internet.Any organization that connects its networks to the global Internet must carefully control the access point to ensure that outsiders cannot disrupt the organization's internal networks or gain unauthorized access to the organization's computer systems and data.（2016年吉林大学）

Passage 1

Over the past century,all kinds of unfairness and discrimination have been condemned or made illegal.But one insidious form continues to thrive:alphabetism.This,for those as yet unaware of such a disadvantage,refers to discrimination against those whose surnames begin with a letter in the lower half of the alphabet.

It has long been known that a taxi firm called AAAA Cars has a big advantage over Zodiac cars when customers thumb through their phone directories.Less well known is the advantage that Adam Abbott has in life over Zoë Zysman.English names are fairly evenly spread between the halves of the alphabet.Yet a suspiciously large number of top people have surnames beginning with letters between A and K.

Thus the American president and vice-president have surnames starting with B and C respectively;and 26 of George Bush's predecessors (including his father) had surnames in the first half of the alphabet against just 16 in the second half.Even more striking,six of the seven heads of government of the G7 rich countries are alphabetically advantaged (Berlusconi,Blair,Bush,Chirac,Chrétien and Koizumi).The world's three top central bankers (Greenspan,Duisenberg and Hayami) are all close to the top of the alphabet,even if one of them really uses Japanese characters.As are the world's five richest men (Gates,Buffett,Allen,Ellison and Albrecht).

Can this merely be coincidence?One theory,dreamt up in all the spare time enjoyed by the alphabetically disadvantaged,is that the rot sets in early.At the start of the first year in infant school,teachers seat pupils alphabetically from the front,to make it easier to remember their names.So short-sighted Zysman junior gets stuck in the back row,and is rarely asked the improving questions posed by those insensitive teachers.At the time the alphabetically disadvantaged may think they have had a lucky escape.Yet the result may be worse qualifications,because they get less individual attention,as well as less confidence in speaking publicly.

The humiliation continues.At university graduation ceremonies,the ABCs proudly get their awards first;by the time they reach the Zysmans most people are literally having a ZZZ.Shortlists for job interviews,election ballot papers,lists of conference speakers and attendees:all tend to be drawn up alphabetically,and their recipients lose interest as they plough through them.

Passage 2

Preschools-educational programs for children under the age of five-differ significantly from one country to another according to the views that different societies hold regarding the purpose of early childhood education.For instance,in a cross-country comparison of preschools in China,Japan,and the United States,researchers found that parents in the three countries view the purpose of preschools very differently.Whereas parents in China tend to see preschools primarily as a way of giving children a good start academically,Japanese parents view them primarily as a way of giving children the opportunity to be members of a group.In the United States,in comparison,parents regard the primary purpose of preschools as making children more independent and self-reliant,although obtaining a good academic start and having group experience are also important.

While many programs designed for preschoolers focus primarily on social and emotional factors,some are geared mainly toward promoting cognitive gains and preparing preschoolers for the formal instruction they will experience when they start kindergarten.In the United States,the best-known program designed to promote future academic success is Head Start.Established in the 1960s when the United States declared the War on Poverty,the program has served over 13 million children and their families.The program,which stresses parental involvement,was designed to serve the “whole child”,including children's physical health,self-confidence,social responsibility,and social and emotional development.

Whether Head Start is seen as successful or not depends on the lens through which one is looking.If,for instance,the program is expected to provide long-term increases in IQ (intelligence quotient) scores,it is a disappointment.Although graduates of Head Start programs tend to show immediate IQ gains,these increases do not last.On the other hand,it is clear that Head Start is meeting its goal of getting preschoolers ready for school.Preschoolers who participate in Head Start are better prepared for future schooling than those who do not.Furthermore,graduates of Head Start programs have better future school grade.Finally,some research suggests that ultimately Head Start graduates show higher academic performance at the end of high school,although the gains are modest.

In addition,results from other types of preschool readiness programs indicate that those who participate and graduate are less likely to repeat grades,and they are more likely to complete school than readiness program,for every dollar spent on the program,taxpayers saved seven dollars by the time the graduated reached the age of 27.

The most recent comprehensive evaluation of early intervention programs suggests that,taken as a group,preschool programs can provide significant benefits,and that government funds invested early in life may ultimately lead to a reduction in future costs.For instance,compared with children who did not participate in early intervention programs,participants in various programs showed gains in emotional or cognitive development,better educational outcomes,increased economic self-sufficiency,reduced levels of criminal activity,and improved health-related behaviors.Of course,not every program produced all these benefits,and not every child benefited to the same extent.Furthermore,some researchers argue that less-expensive programs are just as good as relatively expensive ones,such as Head Start.Still,the results of the evaluation were promising,suggesting that the potential benefits of early intervention can be substantial.

Not everyone agrees that programs that seek to enhance academic skills during the preschool years are a good thing.In fact,according to developmental psychologist David Elkind,United States society tends to push children so rapidly that they begin to feel stress and pressure at a young age.Elkind argues that academic success is largely dependent upon factors out of parents'control,such as inherited abilities and a child's rate of maturation.Consequently,children of a particular age cannot be expected to master educational material without taking into account their current level of cognitive development.In short,children require development appropriate educational practice,which is education that is based on both typical development and the unique characteristics of a given child.

在过去的一个世纪里各种各样的不公和歧视遭到了谴责或定为非法。但是有一种隐蔽的不公和歧视形式还在盛行：字母顺序主义。对于尚未意识到其危害的人来说，它指的是针对那些姓氏起始字母位于字母表后半部的人的歧视。

人们早已知道在客户翻阅电话簿时，名叫AAAA的出租汽车公司要比Zodiac出租汽车公司有很大的优越性。至于在生活方面，一个名叫Adam Abbott的人较之一个名为Zoë Zysman的人占了多大的优势就不那么为人所知了。英语的姓名虽然在字母表的前后两部分的分布相当平均，但杰出人物的姓名的首字母在A与K之间的却多得可疑。

如此这般，美国的总统和副总统的姓氏分别是以B和C字母开头。乔治·布什的前任有二十六位(包括其父)的姓氏均在字母表的前半部分，而姓氏在字母表后半部的却仅有十六位。更加令人瞩目的是七国首脑中有六位在其姓氏按字母表顺序排名时靠前(Berlusconi，Blair，Bush，Chirac，Chrétien，Koizumi)。世界三大中央银行家(Greenspan，Duisenberg，Hayami)的姓氏首字母全都接近字母表的上端，三人之中有一人名字尽管用的是日文，也是如此。世界上最富有的前五位情况也是如此(Gates，Buffett，Allen，Ellison，Albrecht)。

这仅仅是巧合吗?按字母表顺序排名靠后而吃亏的人在业余时间凭空想出一种理论，认为这种倒霉事儿很早就开始了。在幼儿学校第一年之始，老师为了较为容易地记住学生的名字，就按字母表顺序由前往后给学生排座位。因此近视的小Zysman就被插在了后排，这样一来，粗心的教师提出的有助于提高学生能力的问题就很少会问到他。这时，按字母表顺序排名靠后的学生还认为他们能逃避老师的问题很幸运。然而，结果可能就是成绩欠佳，因为这种学生得到的个人关注较少，同时当众讲话时的信心也不足。

这种耻辱还在继续着。在大学的毕业典礼上，姓名首字母是A、B、C的学生骄傲地首先领到奖品;等轮到Zysman们领奖品的时候，大多数人简直都在鼾声大作了。求职面试、选举投票、会议发言或参加会议等诸多名单，也是按字母表顺序排序，当人们费劲地向下查看时，兴趣随之索然。

由于不同社会持有的关于儿童早教目的观点的不同，学前班（5岁以下儿童的教育项目）的形式在不同国家也大不相同。比如说，在一项中、日、美三国的跨国学前班调查中，调查者发现这三个国家的父母对学前教育的看法大相径庭。中国的父母大都认为上学前班可以帮孩子们打开学术上的大门，日本父母则把其看作是一个使孩子融入集体的好机会。相比之下，美国父母认为学前班最主要的目的是让孩子减少依赖性并变得更加自立，尽管获得一个良好的学业开端和团队经验同样重要。

许多为学龄前儿童设计的课程项目主要集中在社会因素和情感因素上，而有些主要是为提升学龄前孩子们的认知能力和给他们提供开始上幼儿园后会经历的正规指导。在美国，众所周知，为促进未来学术成功设计的项目叫“Head Start”，在20世纪60年代美国开始“对贫穷开战”时建立的。这个项目已经为超过1 300万孩子和其家庭提供服务。其强调的是家长的参与，为培养“全方位发展的儿童”所设计的，包括孩子的身体健康、自信心、社会责任感以及社交能力与情感的发展。

“Head Start”的成功与否取决于人们看待的角度。比如说，如果人们希望它可以带来智商的长期增长，那它终将是令人失望的。因为，尽管“Head Start”可以使智力迅速地提高，但这种增长并不会持续太长时间。另一方面，很显然，“Head Start”的目标是让学龄前儿童做好上学的准备。相对那些没参与过“Head Start”计划的孩子们而言，参加了这个项目的孩子们对学业有着更充分的准备。而且，“Head Start”的毕业生今后的学习成绩会更好。最后，调查表明，虽然收获一般，但最终“Head Start”的毕业生在高中结束时会取得更高的学术成绩。

此外，从其他类型的学龄前预备项目的结果来看，那些参加过学前项目的毕业生很少留级，他们更愿意完成学校而不是预备项目。在毕业生长到27岁时，在这个项目上曾经花费的每1美元都可为纳税人省下7美元。

最近关于早期介入项目的综合评估表明，总的来说，学前项目可以带来巨大的收益，政府在早期投入的资金最终会减少未来的花销。比如说，与没有参与早期介入项目的孩子相比，参加了各种项目的孩子在情感和认知能力上得到了提高，改善了教育成果，提高了经济的自足性，减少了犯罪行为的发生，健康行为得到了改进。当然，不是所有的项目都能产生这样的收益，也不是每个孩子都能得到同等程度的提高。此外，一些调查者称那些相对便宜的项目和昂贵项目结果一样好，比如 “Head Start”。评估的结果仍然很乐观，它认为早期介入的潜在好处是不可估量的。

并不是所有人都认为在学前期追求学术上的提高是一件好事。事实上，据发展心理学家大卫·艾尔凯德所说，美国社会急于催促逼迫孩子，以至于他们年纪小却感到压力。艾尔凯德认为学术上的成功主要取决于父母控制以外的因素，如天生的能力和孩子的成熟程度。因此，如果不考虑特定年龄段孩子们目前的认知发展水平，就不能期待他们掌握教材。总之，孩子们需要发展适当的教育实践，那就是基于孩子的典型发展和独特性的教育。

“搜索代入”法在阅读理解中的运用：首先返回原文，找出该词汇出现的地方；然后确定该词汇的词性；接下来从上下文（词汇的前后几句）中找到与所给词汇具有相同词性的词（若一下子找不到就再往上往下找），代入所给词汇在文章中的位置（将之替换）看语义是否合适；或者找出选项中与代替词意思相同或相近的选项，即答案。注意：

a.如果该词汇是简单词汇，则其字面意思必然不是正确答案。

b.英语阅读理解中的词汇考查一般不会考查考生是否认识该词，而是考查考生是否能根据上下文做出正确的判断和推理。

c.词汇题的正确答案经常蕴藏在原文该词汇出现的附近。注意不能靠单词词义直接往下推。

d.寻找时要注意同位语、特殊标点（比如分号前后两句话的逻辑关系不是形式上的并列就是语义上的并列，也就是两句话的意思相同，所以可用其中一句话的意思来推测另一句话的意思，从而推出所给词汇含义）、定语从句、前后缀，特别要注意同性原则。比如：让猜一个名词词组（动词词组）的意思，我们就向上向下搜索名词词组（动词词组）。

隐蔽型词汇题：题干与原文的某句完全重合，只有一两个词被替换掉。隐蔽型词汇题的做法跟词汇题的做法几乎一样，往上往下找。

In 1968,a nation-wide survey of malnutrition was made for the first time.It found that 10 million people are suffering in health through inadequate feeding;the causes of their plight were varied.Unemployment over a long period should be considered as the main factor.And unemployment,strange to say,nine times out of ten results from automation,both in industrial and agricultural areas.For example,in the rural South when a cotton plantation suddenly cuts its force from 100 people to three,the problem to help the displaced arises.So is the case with industrial automation.In fact,probably 2 million jobs are made unnecessary each year in the whole country as a result of the automation process,thus making unemployment a chief social concern.According to government statistics,the number of people unemployed was over 5 percent for the period from 1958 to 1963.In July 1981,it rose to 1 percent.As a matter of fact,it has long been known that even during the most prosperous periods there have been people without enough to eat.So I think that's why President Kennedy said in his inauguration speech in 1961，if the government did not help the poor,it could nor save the rich.

In 1966,the Social Security Administration calculated that a family of four needed an income of $3,355 a year to be above the line of poverty.And in 1977,the average poverty line of the country was slightly more than $6,200 annual income for a non-farm family of four.According to the Social Security Act,families of that size below poverty line are eligible to receive benefits from the special welfare program.The average weekly payment of benefits now is equivalent to 36 percent of the worker's normal wage.And the number of people who receive government benefits is increasing.In 1973，social insurance payments by governments,mainly to old age pensioners and people who had lost their jobs or were off work through illness,amounted to $86,000 million.Those not fully qualified for insurance payments received $29,000 million in public aid.

But problems still exist.Many people are not reached by the anti-poverty program,because local authorities and agencies do not want to play their part or do not gave the resources to do so.Some poor people will not accept help for various reasons.Of course,there are some more important factors which lie in the structure of the society,but I don't consider it necessary to dig into them here.Yet we will perhaps agree that social welfare programs have solved to some extent the problems of feeding,clothing and housing those below the poverty line.On the whole,it perhaps might be said that American people are living a better life than people in most other countries.（2016年吉林大学）

When Mark Zuckerberg posted a picture of himself on Facebook in June,a sharp-eyed observer spotted a piece of tape covering his laptop's camera.The irony didn't go unnoticed:A man whose $350 billion company relies on users feeding it intimate details about their lives is worried about his own privacy.But Zuckerberg is smart to take precautions.

Many of the cameras that can be pointed at us today are easy to spot.But researchers are developing recording devices that can hide in plain sight,some by mimicking animals.A company called AeroVironment has produced a drone that looks and flies like a hummingbird.Engineers at Carnegie Mellon,NASA and elsewhere have designed “snakebots” that can maneuver in tight spaces and could be adapted for surveillance.Robotic bugs are in development,too,and engineers at UC Berkeley and in Singapore are developing cyborg beetles-real insects that can be remote'controlled via implanted electrodes and that might someday pack cameras.

With the advent of the Internet of Things,appliances and gadgets will monitor many aspects of our lives,from what we eat to what we flush.Devices we talk to will record and upload our conversations,as Amazon's Echo already does.Even toys will make us vulnerable.Kids say the darndest things,and the talking Hello Barbie doll sends those things wirelessly to a third-party server,where they are analyzed by speech-recognition software and shared with vendors.

Even our thoughts could become hackable.The technology company Retinad can use the sensors on virtual-reality headsets to track users'engagement.Future devices might integrate EEG electrodes to measure brain waves.In August,Berkeley engineers announced that they had produced “neural dust”,implantable electrodes just a millimeter wide that can record brain activity for scientific or medical purposes.

As the data collected by all the devices around us become overwhelming,we'll increasingly rely on artificial intelligence to sift through them and make decisions,says

Gary T.Marx,the author of Windows Into the Soul:Surveillance and Society in an Age of High Technology.Algorithms are already used to identify potential terrorists,as well as to generate credit ratings and parole recommendations.Chicago police use an algorithm that analyzes arrest records,social networks,and other data to identify future criminals.Soon,bots will likely guide many aspects of personnel management,such as hiring and firing.（2017年四川大学）

Passage 1

Evolutionary biologists believe that speciation,the formation of a new species,often begins when some kind of physical barrier arises and divides a population of a single species into separate subpopulations.Physical
 separation between subpopulations promotes
 the formation of new species because once the members of one subpopulation can no longer mate with members of another subpopulation,they cannot exchange variant genes that arise in one of the subpopulations.In the absences of gene flow between the subpopulations,genetic differences between the groups begin to accumulate
 .Eventually the subpopulations become so genetically distinct that they cannot interbreed even if the physical barriers between them were removed.At this point the subpopulations have evolved into distinct species.This route to speciation is known as allopatry (“allo-” means “different”，and “patria” means “homeland”).

Allopatric speciation may be the main speciation route.This should not be surprising,since allopatry is pretty common.In general,the subpopulations of most species are separated from each other by some measurable distance.So even under normal situations the gene flow among the subpopulations is more of an intermittent trickle than a steady stream.In addition,barriers can rapidly arise and shut off the trickle.For example,in the 1800s a monstrous earthquake changed the course of the Mississippi River,a large river flowing in the central part of the United States of America.The change separated populations of insects now living along opposite shore,completely cutting off gene flow between them.

Geographic isolation also can proceed slowly,over great spans of time.We find evidence of such extended events in the fossil record,which affords glimpses into the breakup of formerly continuous environments.For example,during past ice ages,glaciers advanced down through North America and Europe and gradually cut off parts of populations from one another.When the glacier retreated,the separated populations of plants and animals came into contact again.Some groups that had descended from the same parent population were no longer reproductively compatible-they had evolved into separate species.In other groups,however,genetic divergences had not proceeded so far,and the descendants could still interbreed-for them,reproductive isolation was not completed,and so speciation had not occurred.

Allopatric speciation can also be brought by the imperceptibly slow but colossal
 movements of the tectonic plates that make up Earth's surface.About 5 million years ago such geologic movements created the land bridge between North America and South America that we call the Isthmus of Panama.The formation of the isthmus had important consequences for global patterns of ocean water flow.While previously the gap between the continents had allowed a free flow of water,now the isthmus presented a barrier that divided the Atlantic Ocean from the Pacific Ocean.This division set the stage for allopatric speciation among populations of fishes and other marine species.

In the 1980s,John Graves studied two populations of closely related fishes,one population from the Atlantic side of isthmus,the other from the Pacific side.He compared four enzymes found in the muscles of each population.Graves found that all four Pacific enzymes function better at lower temperatures than the four Atlantic versions of the same enzymes.This is significant because Pacific seawater is typically 2 to 3 degrees cooler than seawater on the Atlantic side of isthmus.Analysis by gel electrophoresis revealed slight differences in amino acid sequence
 of the enzymes of two of the four pairs.This is significant because the amino acid sequence of an enzyme is determined by genes.

Graves drew two conclusions from these observations.First,at least some of the observed differences between the enzymes of the Atlantic and Pacific fish populations were not random but were the result of evolutionary adaption.Second,it appears that closely related populations of fishes on both sides of the isthmus are starting to genetically diverge from each other.Because Graves's study of geographically isolated populations of isthmus fishes offers a glimpse of the beginning of a process of gradual accumulation of mutations that are neutral or adaptive,divergences here might be evidence of allopatric speciation in process.

Passage 2

This fishing village of 1,480 people is a bleak and lonely place.Set on the southwestern edge of Iceland,the volcanic landscape is whipped by the North Atlantic winds,which hush everything around them.A sculpture at the entrance to the village depicts a naked man facing a wall of seawater twice his height.There is no movie theater,and many residents never venture to the capital,a 50-minute drive away.

But Sandgerdi might be the perfect place to raise girls who have mathematical talent.Government researchers two years ago tested almost every 15-year-old in Iceland for it and found that boys trailed far behind girls.That fact was unique among the 41 countries that participated in the standardized test for that age group designed by the Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development.But while Iceland's girls were alone in the world in their significant lead in math,their national advantage of 15 points was small compared with the one they had over boys in fishing villages like Sandgerdi,where it was closer to 30.

The teachers of Sandgerdi's 254 students were only mildly surprised by the results.They say the gender gap is a story not of talent but motivation.Boys think of school as sufferings on the way to a future of finding riches at sea.For girls,it's their ticket out of town.Margret Ingporsdottir and Hanna Maria Heidarsdottir,both 15,students at Sandgenris'gleaming school-which has a science laboratory,a computer room and a well-stocked library-have no doubt that they are headed for university.“I think I will be a pharmacist,” says Heidarsdottir.The teens sat in Principal Gudjon Kristjansson's office last week,waiting for a ride to the nearby town of Kevlavik,where they were competing in West Iceland's yearly math contest,one of many throughout Iceland in which girls excel.

Meanwhile,by the harbor,Gisli Tor Hauksson,14,already has big plans that don't require spending his afternoons tolling over geometry.“I'll be a fisherman,” he says,just like most of his ancestors.His father recently returned home from 60 days at sea off the coast of Norway “He came back with 1.1 million krona.” About $18,000,says Hauksson.As for school,he says,“It destroys the brain.” He intends to quit at 16,the earliest age at which he can do so legally.“A boy sees his older brother who has been at sea for only two years and has a better car and a bigger house than the headmaster,” says Kristjansson.

But the story of female achievement in Iceland doesn't necessarily have a happy ending.Educators have found that when girls leave their rural enclave to attend universities in the nation's cities,their science advantage generally shrinks.While 61%of university students are women,they make up only one-third of Iceland's science students.By the time they enter the labor market,many are overtaken by men,who become doctors,engineers and computer technicians.Educators say they watch many bright girls suddenly flinch back in the face of real,head-to-head competition with boys.In a math class at a Reykavik school,Asgeir Gurdmundsson,17,says that although girls were consistently brighter than boys at school,“they just seem to leave the technical jobs to us.” Says Solrun Gensdottir,the director of education at the Ministry of Education,Science and Culture,“We have to find a way to stop girls from dropping out of sciences.”

Teachers across the country have begun to experiment with ways to raise boys to the level of girls in elementary and secondary education.The high school in Kevlwik tried an experiment in 2002 and 2003,separating 16-to-20-year-olds by gender for two years.That time the boys slipped even further behind.“The boys said the girls were better anyway,” says Kristjan Asmundsson,who taught the 25 boys “They didn't even try.”

进化生物学家认为物种形成（也就是新物种的产生）经常是某种物理障碍（地理隔离）的出现把一个单一物种群分为隔离的亚种群。亚种群的物理隔离促进了新物种的产生，因为一旦亚种群中的成员无法与其他亚种群中的成员交配，那么亚种群之间就没有变种基因的交换。缺乏基因交流，亚种群之间的遗传差异就开始变大。最终这些亚种群的基因差异变得十分明显，以至于它们无法进行种族内的交配，即使它们之间的物理障碍已经消除。这时，这些亚种族就演化成了独立的物种。这样的物种形成的方式被称作异域性（“allo-”意思是“不同的”,“patria”意为“故乡”）。

异域性物种形成可能是最主要的物种形成方式。这没什么惊讶的，因为异域现象太常见。一般而言，大多数的物种的亚种族都是被遥远距离所隔开，所以即使在正常条件下，这些亚物种间的基因流动倒更像是一条断断续续的细流，而不是一条不停流淌的小溪。并且，障碍也会迅速出现来截断这条细流。例如，19世纪的一次大地震改变了密西西比河（美国中部的一条大河）的流向，这个变化使得当地的昆虫分离开来，它们现在居住于河的两岸，彼此的基因流动已被完全截断。

地理隔离也能缓慢地进行，会跨越很长的时间段。我们在化石记录中找到了这种长期证据，从中我们可以瞥见先前延续环境的破碎。比如说，在过去的冰河世纪，经过北美和欧洲的冰川最终把种群的部分彼此切断，当冰川消退后，这些分离的动植物种群又会连到一起。一些起源于同一母群的群体变得不再那么容易兼容——它们演化成了分开的物种。然而，在另一些群体里，遗传差异并没有那么明显，后代们还是可以进行种族内互相交配的繁殖，隔离并不彻底，所以物种形成就没有发生。

异域性物种的形成也可能是由构成地球表面的地壳构造板块运动所产生的，这个运动虽略微缓慢但却异常剧烈。大约五百万年前这种地质运动形成了连接北美和南美的大陆桥，也就是我们今天所说的巴拿马地峡。巴拿马地峡的形成对全球洋流的模式产生了重大的影响。之前，大陆间的这个缺口可以让水自由流动，而现在巴拿马地峡在大西洋和太平洋之间形成了一道屏障。这个地域分割为鱼和其他海洋物种的异域性物种形成创造了条件。

20世纪80年代，约翰·格雷夫斯研究了两个紧密相关的鱼种，一种来自地峡的大西洋一侧，另一种来自太平洋那一侧。他比较了每个鱼种肌肉里的四种酶。格雷夫斯发现，在低温条件下，位于太平洋一侧的鱼种里的全部四类酶比大西洋一侧的四种酶功能更好。这个发现很重要，因为太平洋的海水的水温通常要比地峡另一侧大西洋的海水低2～3度。凝胶电泳的分析显示，四对酶中的两对的氨基酸序列略有不同。这也很重要，因为酶的氨基酸序列是由基因决定的。

根据这些观测，格雷夫斯得出了两个结论。第一，在这些观测到的大西洋和太平洋鱼种体内酶的差异中，至少有一些不是偶然的，它们是适应进化的结果。第二，似乎地峡两侧原本密切相关的鱼种开始有了基因分化。由于格雷夫斯这项关于地峡鱼类地域隔离的种群研究为中性或适应性突变的逐渐累积过程是如何开始的这个领域提供了一些线索，这次研究发现的差异可能会给正在进行的异域性物种的形成提供证据。

这个1 480人的小渔村是一个荒凉偏僻的地方。小渔村位于冰岛西南岸，北大西洋的海风吹拂着火山地貌，一切都显得宁静幽深。村子的入口处立着一个裸体男子临海而立的雕塑，他面前的海浪足有他身高的两倍高。那里没有电影院，很多居民也从未去过首都，尽管只有50分钟的车程。

但桑格迪可能是养育拥有数学天赋的女孩的最佳之地。两年前，政府研究人员对冰岛几乎所有的15岁青少年的数学水平进行了测试，结果发现，男生的成绩远远落后于女生的成绩。这个标准测试是经济合作发展组织为这一年龄的学生设计的，在参与测试的41个国家当中，冰岛的结果十分独特。不过，虽然冰岛女生是世界上唯一数学成绩明显超过男生的女生，成绩比男生高出15分，但若是和桑格迪这样的渔村比较的话，这一优势并不大，因为在桑格迪，女生的成绩比男生平均高出近30分。

桑格迪254名学生的老师对此结果只感到稍微有些惊讶。他们说，造成这种差距的并不是天赋而是学习的动机。那里的男孩想的是以后出海挣钱，因此觉得读书是件痛苦的事，而女孩想的是离开渔村到城里生活，读书是她们的出路。桑格迪光明学校(该校有一个科学实验室，一间计算机室和一个藏书丰富的图书馆)两个15岁的学生玛格丽特·英格珀斯多特尔和汉娜·玛利亚·荷达斯多特尔毫无疑问都是以上大学作为学习目标的。“我想我会成为一个药剂师，”荷达斯多特尔说。上个星期，这两名女生坐在古德约恩·克里斯蒂安松校长的办公室里，等着乘车去附近的克瓦拉维克市参加每年一度的西冰岛数学竞赛，冰岛有许多这类数学竞赛，在这些比赛中女生都处于优胜地位。

与此同时，在港口的格思里·多尔·豪克森，今年只有14岁，已经对自己的将来有了远大的计划。他的这一计划不需要他花费一个个下午苦学几何。“我会当个渔民，”他说，就像他的大多数祖先一样。他的父亲出海60天了，最近刚从挪威海岸回到家里。“他带回来110万克朗，”约18,000美元，豪克森说。至于上学，他说，“简直就是毁人大脑。”他打算在16岁时就退学，这是法律上可以退学的最低年龄。“一个男孩看到他的哥哥仅仅出海两年就有了一辆车和一套房子，车比校长的还要好，房子也比校长的大，”克里斯蒂安松说道。

然而，冰岛女生虽然数学成绩突出，却并不一定有一个幸福的结局。教育工作者发现，当女孩离开农村到城里上大学时，她们的理科优势就普遍萎缩了。61%的大学生是女生，但她们只占冰岛理科生的三分之一。到她们进入劳动力市场时，很多被男性超越了，成为医生、工程师和电脑技术员的大都是男性。教育工作者说，他们看到许多聪明的女生在面临和男生真实的、面对面的竞争时会突然退缩。在雷克雅未克学校的一堂数学课上，17岁的阿斯格尔·戈德曼德森表示，虽然在学校里面女孩一直比男孩优秀，“但她们似乎把技术性的工作让给了我们。”教育科学文化部的教育总长索尔朗·根斯多特尔说：“我们得找到方法来阻止女孩退出科学领域。”

全国各地的教师已开始进行实验，寻找方法来提高中小学男生的成绩，使之达到女生的水平。克瓦拉维克的高中在2002年和2003年做了一个实验，对16岁到20岁的学生进行了为期两年的男女生分开教学。但那时，男生的成绩比以前更为落后。负责教25个男生的克里斯蒂安·阿斯曼德森说：“男生说反正女生无论怎样都比他们强，他们连试都不想试。”

考生在做推理题型的时候可以巧妙地运用“最近原则”。首先，快速定位推理题的重要标志词汇：learn,infer,imply,inform等；然后，看是否可以通过题干返回原文或依据选项返回原文。一般要围绕文中的一两个重点进行推理。推理题无论通过题干能不能定位，我们都要把它固化到文章的一两点上。依据原文的意思进行三错一对的判断。先不要进行推理，若有一个选项与原文的意思一模一样，则该选项必然是正确答案。推理题不是考查考生的想象力，它实际是考查原文中的某几个点所涉及的问题，考生是否读透了。

推理题的“最近原则”是：不推断的要比推断的好，推断近的要比推断远的好，直接推断出的要比间接推断出的好。(原文的某句话变个说法) 注意：做题时不能想得太多，推断得过远。是否把原文读懂才是关键。这类题常要求应试者推断文章的含义和引申义。这类题型常见的出题方式：

Of all the people on my holiday shopping list,there was one little boy for whom buying a gift had become increasingly difficult.He's a wonderful child,adorable and loving,and he's not fussy or irritable or spoiled.Though he lives across the country from me,I receive regular updates and photos,and he likes all the things that the boys his age want to play with.Shopping for him should be easy,but I find it hard to summon up any enthusiasm,because in all the years I've given him presents,he never once sent me a thank-you note.

“Sending thank-you notes is becoming a lost art,” mourns Mary Mitchell,a syndicated columnist known as “Ms.Demeanor” and author of six etiquette books.In her view,each generation,compared with the one before,is losing a sense of consideration for other people.“Without respect,” she says,“you have conflict.”

Ms.Demeanor would be proud of me:I have figured out a way to ensure that my children always send thank-you notes.And such a gesture is important,says Ms.Demeanor,because “a grateful attitude is a tremendous life skill,an efficient and inexpensive way to set ourselves apart in the work force and in our adult lives.Teach your children that the habit of manners comes from inside-it's an attitude based on respecting other people.”

A few years ago,as my children descended like piranhas on their presents under the Christmas tree,the only attitude I could see was greed.Where was the appreciation of time and effort?A thank-you note should contain three things:an acknowledgement of the gift (Love the tie with the picture of a hose on it);a recognition of the time and effort spent to select it (You must have shopped all over the state to find such a unique item!);a prediction of how you will use your gift or the way it has enhanced your life (I'll be sure to wear it to the next Mr.Ed convention!).

So,five years ago,in one of my rare flashes of parental insight,I decided that the most appropriate time to teach this basic courtesy is while the tinsel is hot.To the horror of my children,I announced that henceforth every gift received will be an occasion for a thank-you note written immediately,on the spot.I have explained to my kids how I have reacted to not hearing from the little boy-how it made me fell unappreciated and unmotivated to repeat the process next year.I have reluctantly given my kids the green light to send e-mail thank-you notes;though hand-lettered ones (at least to me) still seem friendlier.But pretty much any thank-you makes the gift giver feel special-just as,we hope,the recipient feels.It's a gesture that perfectly captures the spirit of the holidays.

When it comes to the slowing economy,Ellen Spero isn't biting her nails just yet.But the 47-year-old manicurist isn't cutting,filling or polishing as many nails as she'd like to,either.Most of her clients spend $12 to $50 weekly,but last month two longtime customers suddenly stopped showing up.Spero blames the softening economy.“I'm a good economic indicator,” she says.“I provide a service that people can do without when they're concerned about saving some dollars.” So Spero is downscaling,shopping at middle-brow Dillard's department store near her suburban Cleveland home,instead of Neiman Marcus.“I don't know if other clients are going to abandon me,too” she says.

Even before Alan Greenspan's admission that America's red-hot economy is cooling,lots of working folks had already seen signs of the slowdown themselves.From car dealerships to Gap outlets,sales have been lagging for months as shoppers temper their spending.For retailers,who last year took in 24 percent of their revenue between Thanksgiving and Christmas,the cautious approach is coming at a crucial time.Already,experts say,holiday sales are off 7 percent from last year's pace.But don't sound any alarms just yet.Consumers seem only mildly concerned,not panicked,and many say they remain optimistic about the economy's long-term prospects,even as they do some modest belt-tightening.

Consumers say they're not in despair because,despite the dreadful headlines,their own fortunes still feel pretty good.Home prices are holding steady in most regions.In Manhattan,“there's a new gold rush happening in the $4 million to $10 million range,predominantly fed by Wall Street bonuses,” says broker Barbara Corcoran.In San Francisco,prices are still rising even as frenzied overbidding quiets.“Instead of 20 to 30 offers,now maybe you only get two or three,” says John Tealdi,a Bay Area real-estate broker.And most folks still feel pretty comfortable about their ability to find and keep a job.

It is said that in England death is pressing,in Canada inevitable and in California optional.Small wonder.Americans'life expectancy has nearly doubled over the past century.Failing hips can be replaced,clinical depression controlled,cataracts removed in a 30-minute surgical procedure.Such advances offer the aging population a quality of life that was unimaginable when I entered medicine 50 years ago.But not even a great health-care system can cure death-and our failure to confront that reality now threatens this greatness of ours.

Death is normal;we are genetically programmed to disintegrate and perish,even under ideal conditions.We all understand that at some level,yet as medical consumers we treat death as a problem to be solved.Shielded by third-party payers from the cost of our care,we demand everything that can possibly be done for us,even if it's useless.The most obvious example is late-stage cancer care.Physicians-frustrated by their inability to cure the disease and fearing loss of hope in the patient-too often offer aggressive treatment far beyond what is scientifically justified.

In 1950,the U.S.spent $12.7 billion on health care.In 2002,the cost will be $1,540 billion.Anyone can see this trend is unsustainable.Yet few seem willing to try to reverse it.Some scholars conclude that a government with finite resources should simply stop paying for medical care that sustains life beyond a certain age-say 83 or so.Former Colorado governor Richard Lamm has been quoted as saying that the old and infirm “have a duty to die and get out of the way” so that younger,healthier people can realize their potential.

I would not go that far.Energetic people now routinely work through their 60s and beyond,and remain dazzlingly productive.At 78,Viacom chairman Sumner Redstone jokingly claims to be 53.Supreme Court Justice Sandra Day O'Connor is in her 70s,and former surgeon general C.Everett Koop chairs an Internet start-up in his 80s.These leaders are living proof that prevention works and that we can manage the health problems that come naturally with age.As a mere 68-year-old,I wish to age as productively as they have.

Yet there are limits to what a society can spend in this pursuit.Ask a physician,I know the most costly and dramatic measures may be ineffective and painful.I also know that people in Japan and Sweden,countries that spend far less on medical care,have achieved longer,healthier lives than we have.As a nation,we may be overfunding the quest for unlikely cures while underfunding research on humbler therapies that could improve people's lives.

我不会走得那么远(我不会那么极端)，如今精力充沛的人们通常能工作到60岁，甚至更久，并仍然保持着令人炫目的创造力。78岁的Viacom公司总裁萨姆勒·雷斯顿开玩笑地声称自己只有53岁。最高法院法官桑德拉·欧康奈70有余，前卫生局医务主任库普80多岁还出任了一个互联网公司的总裁。这些领导人就是活生生的证据，证明了疾病的防治是有效果的，证明了我们能够应付年龄带来的健康问题。作为一名才68岁的人，我希望能像他们一样在老龄阶段仍然保持创造力。

然而在这方面的追求中，一个社会能够承担的开支是有限的。作为一名医生，我知道最昂贵和最激进的手段也可能是无效的和痛苦的。我同样知道医疗开销少得多的国家日本和瑞典，老百姓获得了比我们更长的、更健康的寿命。作为一个民族，我们可能在寻求不可能奏效的治疗方法上花钱太多，而在研究能提高人们生活质量的更平常的方法上花钱太少。

When several individuals of the same species or of several different species depend on the same limited resource,a situation may arise that is referred to as competition.The existence of competition has been long known to naturalists;its effects were described by Darwin in considerable detail.Competition among individuals of the same species (intraspecies competition),one of the major mechanisms of natural selection
 ,is the concern of evolutionary biology.Competition among the individuals of different species (interspecies competition) is a major concern of ecology.It is one of the factors controlling the size of competing populations,and extreme cases it may lead to the extinction of one of the competing species.This was described by Darwin for indigenous
 New Zealand species of animals and plants,which died out when competing species from Europe were introduced.

No serious competition exists when the major needed resource is in superabundant supply,as in most cases of the coexistence of herbivores (plant eaters).Furthermore,most species do not depend entirely on a single resource,if the major resource for a species becomes scarce,the species can usually shift to alternative resources.If more than one species is competing for a scarce resource,the competing species usually switch to different alternative resources.Competition is usually most severe among close relatives with similar demands on the environment.But it may also occur among totally unrelated forms that compete for the same resource,such as seed-eating rodents and ants.The effects of such competition are graphically demonstrated when all the animals or all the plants in an ecosystem come into competition,as happened two million years ago at the end of Pliocene,when North and South America became joined by the Isthmus of Panama.North and South American species migrating across the Isthmus now came into competition with each other.The result was the extermination of a large fraction of the South American mammals,which were apparently unable to withstand the competition from invading North American species-although added predation was also an important factor.

To what extent competition determines the composition of a community and the density of particular species has been the source of considerable controversy.The problem is that competition ordinarily cannot be observed directly but must be inferred from the spread or increase of one species and the concurrent reduction or disappearance of another species.The Russian biologist G.F.Gause performed numerous two-species experiments in the laboratory,in which one of the species became extinct when only a single kind of resource was available.On the basis of these experiments and of field observations,the so-called law of competitive exclusion was formulated,according to which no two species can occupy the same niche.Numerous seeming exceptions to this law have since been found,but they can usually be explained as cases in which the two species,even though competing for a major joint resource,did not really occupy exactly the same niche.

Competition among species is of considerable evolutionary importance.The physical structure of species competing for resources in the same ecological niche tends to gradually evolve in ways that allow them to occupy different niches.Competing species also tend to change their ranges so that their territories no longer overlap.The evolutionary effect of competition on species has been referred to as “species selection”;however,this description is potentially misleading.Only the individuals of a species are subject to the pressures of natural selection.The effect on the well-being and existence of a species is just the result of the effects of selection on all the individuals of the species.Thus species selection is actually a result of individual selection.

Competition may occur for any needed resource.In the case of animals it is usually food;in the case of forest plants it may be light;in the case of substrate inhabitants it may be space,as in many shallow-water bottom-dwelling marine organisms.Indeed,it may be for any of the factors,physical as well as biotic,that are essential for organisms.Competition is usually the more severe the denser the population.Together with predation,it is the most important density-dependent factor in regulating population growth.

Passage 2

A conspicuous sign indicating the presence of white-tailed deer in a woodlot is a buck rub.A male deer makes a buck rub by striping the bark (outer layer) of a small tree with its antlers.When completed,the buck rub is an obvious visual signal to us and presumable to other deer in the area.A rub is usually located at the shoulder height of a deer (one meter or less above the ground) on a smooth-barked,small-diameter (16-25 millimeters) tree.The smooth bark of small red maples makes this species ideal for buck rubs in the forests of the mid-eastern United States.

Adult male deer usually produce rubs in late summer or early autumn when the outer velvet layer is being shed from their antlers.Rubs are created about one to two months before the breeding season (the rut).Hence for a long time biologists believed that male deer used buck rubs not only to clean and polish antlers but also to provide practice for the ensuing male-to-male combat during the rut.However,biologists also noted deer sniff and lick an unfamiliar rub,which suggests that this visual mark on a small tree plays an important communication purpose in the social life of deer.

Buck rubs also have a scent produced by glands in the foreheads of deer that is transferred to the tree when the rub is made.These odors make buck rubs an important means of olfactory communication between deer.The importance of olfactory communication (using odors to communicate) in the way of life of deer was documented by a study of captive adult male deer a few decades ago,which noted that males rubbed their foreheads on branches and twigs,especially as autumn approached.A decade later another study reported that adult male white-tailed deer exhibited forehead rubbing just before and during the rut.It was found that when a white-tailed buck makes a rub,it moves both antlers and forehead glands along the small tree in a vertical direction.This forehead rubbing behavior coincides with a high level of glandular activity in the modified scent glands found on the foreheads of male deer;the glandular activity causes the forehead pelage (hairy covering) of adult males to be distinctly darker than in females or younger males.

Forehead rubbing by male deer on buck rubs presumably sends a great deal of information to other members of the same species.First,the chemicals deposited on the rub provide information on the individual identity of an animal;no two mammals produce the same scent.For instance,as we all know,dogs recognize each other via smell.Second,because only male deer rub,the buck rub and its associated chemicals indicate the sex of the deer producing the rub.Third,older,more dominant bucks produce more buck rubs and probably deposit more glandular secretions on a given rub.Thus the presence of many well-marked rubs is indicative of older,higher-status males being in the general vicinity rather than simply being a crude measure of relative deer abundance in a given area.The information conveyed by the olfactory signals on a buck rub make it the social equivalent of some auditory signals in other deer species,such as trumpeting by bull elk.

Because both sexes of white-tailed respond to buck rubs by smelling and licking them,rubs may serve a very important additional function.Fresher buck rubs (less than two days old),in particular,are visited more frequently by adult females than older rubs.In view of this behavior it has been suggested that chemicals present in fresh buck rubs may help physiologically induce and synchronize fertility in females that visit these rubs.This would be an obvious advantage to wide-ranging deer,especially to a socially dominant buck when courting several adult females during the autumn rut.Another visual signal produced by white-tailed deer is termed a buck scrape.Scrapes consist of a clearing (about 0.5 meter in diameter) and shallow depression made by pushing aside the leaves covering the ground;after making the scrape,the deer typically urinates in the depression.Thus,like a buck rub,a scrape is both a visual and an olfactory signal.Buck scrapes are generally created after leaf-fall in autumn,which is just before or during the rut.Scrapes are usually placed in open or conspicuous places,such as along a deer trail.Most are made by older males,although females and younger males (2.5 years old or less) occasionally make scrapes.

Passage 3

The Sahara is a highly diverse,albeit dry,region that has undergone major climatic changes since 10000 B.C.As recently as 6000 B.C.the southern frontier of the desert was far to the north of where it is now,while semiarid grassland and shallow freshwater lakes covered much of what are now arid plains.This was a landscape where antelope of all kinds abounded-along with Bos primigenius,a kind of oxen that has become extinct.The areas that are now desert were,like all arid regions,very susceptible to cycles of higher and lower levels of rainfall,resulting in major,sudden changes in distributions of plants and animals.The people who hunted the sparse desert animals responded to drought by managing the wild resources they hunted and gathered,especially wild oxen,which had to have regular water supplies to survive.

Even before the drought,the Sahara was never well watered.Both humans and animals were constantly on the move,in search of food and reliable water supplies.Under these circumstances,archaeologist Andrew Smith believes,the small herds of Bos primigenius in the desert became smaller,more closely knit breeding units as the drought took hold.The beasts were more disciplined,so that it was easier for hunters to predict their habits,and capture animals at will.At the same time,both cattle and humans were more confined in their movements,staying much closer to permanent water supplies for long periods of time.As a result,cattle and humans came into close association.

Smith believes that the hunters were well aware of the more disciplined ways in which their prey behaved.Instead of following the cattle on their annual migrations,the hunters began to prevent the herd from moving from one spot to another.At first,they controlled the movement of the herd while ensuring continuance of their meat diet.But soon they also gained genetic control of the animals,which led to rapid physical changes in the herd.South African farmers who maintain herds of wild eland (large African antelopes with short,twisted horns) report that the offspring soon diminish in size,unless wild bulls are introduced constantly from outside.The same effects of inbreeding may have occurred in controlled cattle populations,with some additional,and perhaps unrecognized,advantages.The newly domesticated animals behaved better,were easier to control,and may have enjoyed a higher birth rate,which in turn yielded greater milk supplies.We know from rock paintings deep in the Sahara that the herders were soon selecting breeding animals to produce offspring with different horn shapes and hide colors.

It is still unclear whether domesticated cattle were tamed independently in northern Africa or introduced to the continent from southwest Asia.Whatever the source of the original tamed herds might have been
 , it seems entirely likely that much the same process of juxtaposition
 (living side by side
 ) and control occurred in both southwest Asia and northern Africa
 , and even inEurope
 , among peoples who had an intimate knowledge of the behavior of wild cattle.
 The experiments with domestication probably occurred in many places,as people living in ever-drier environments cast around for more predictable food supplies.

The cattle herders had only a few possessions:unsophisticated pots and polished adzes.They also hunted with bow and arrow.The Saharan people left a remarkable record of their lives painted on the walls of caves deep in the desert.Their artistic endeavors have been preserved in paintings of wild animals,cattle,goats,humans,and scenes of daily life that extend back perhaps to 5000 B.C.The widespread distribution of pastoral sites of this period suggests that the Saharans ranged their herds over widely separated summer and winter grazing grounds.

About 3500 B.C.,climatic conditions again deteriorated.The Sahara slowly became drier and lakes vanished.On the other hand,rainfall increased in the interior of western Africa,and the northern limit of the tsetse fly,an insect fatal to cattle,moved south.So the herders shifted south,following the major river systems into savanna regions.By this time,the Saharan people were probably using domestic crops,experimenting with such summer rainfall crops as sorghum and millet as they move out of areas where they could grow wheat,barley,and other Mediterranean crops.

Passage 4

How do predators affect populations of the prey animals?The answer is not as simple as might be thought.Moose reached Isle Royale in Lake Superior by crossing over winter ice and multiplied freely there in isolation without predators.When wolves later reached the island,naturalists widely assumed that the wolves would play a key role in controlling the moose population.Careful studies have demonstrated,however,that this is not the case.The wolves eat mostly old or diseased animals that would not survive long anyway.In general,the moose population is controlled by food availability,disease and other factors rather than by wolves.

When experimental populations are set up under simple laboratory conditions,the predator often exterminates its prey and then becomes extinct itself,having nothing left to eat.However,if safe areas like those prey animals have in the wild are provided,the prey population drops to low level but not extinction.Low prey population levels then provide inadequate food for the predators,causing the predator population to decrease.When this occurs,the prey population can rebound.In this situation the predator and prey population may continue in this cyclical pattern for some time.

The preferred foods of snowshoe hares are willow and birch twigs.As hare density increases,the quantity of these twigs decreases,forcing the hares to feed on low-quality high-fiber food.Lower birth rates,low juvenile survivorship,and low growth rates follow,so there is a corresponding decline in hare abundance.Once the hare population has declined,it takes two to three year for the quantity of twigs to recover.

A key predator of the snowshoe hare is the Canada lynx.The Canada lynx shows a ten-year cycle of abundance that parallels the abundance cycle of hares.As hare numbers fall,so do lynx numbers,as their food supply depleted.

What causes the predator-prey oscillations?Does increasing number of hares lead to overharvesting of plants,which in turn results in reduced hare populations,or do increasing numbers of lynx lead to overharvesting hares?Field experiments carried out by Charles Krebs and coworkers in 1992 provide an answer.Krebs investigated experimental plots in Canada's Yukon Territory that contained hare populations.When food was added to those plots (no food effect) and predators were excluded (no predator effect) from an experimental area,hare numbers increased tenfold and stayed there-the cycle was lost.However,the cycle was retained if either of the factors was allowed to operate alone:if predators were excluded but food was not added (food effect alone),or if food was added in the presence of predators (predator effect alone).Thus both factors can affect the cycle,which,in practice,seems to be generated by conjunction of the two factors.

Predators are an essential factor in maintaining communities that are rich and diverse in species.Without predators,the species that is the best competitor for food,shelter,nesting sites,and other environmental resources tends to dominate and exclude the species with which it competes.This phenomenon is known as “competitor exclusion”.However,if the community contains a predator of the strongest competitor species,then the population of that competitor is controlled.Thus even the less competitive species are able to survive.For example,sea stars prey on a variety of bivalve mollusks and prevent these bivalves from monopolizing habitats on the sea floor.This opens up space for many other organisms.When sea stars are removed,species diversity falls sharply.Therefore,from the stand point of diversity,it is usually a mistake to eliminate a major predator from a community.

Some of the earliest human civilizations arose in southern Mesopotamia,in what is now southern Iraq,in the fourth millennium B.C.E.In the second half of the millennium,in the south around the city of Uruk,there was an enormous escalation in the area occupied by permanent settlements.A large part of that increase took place in Uruk itself,which became a real urban center surrounded by a set of secondary settlements.While population estimates are notoriously unreliable, scholars assume that Uruk inhabitants were able to support themselves from the agricultural production of the field surrounding the city
 ,which could be reached with a daily commute.But Uruk's dominant size in the entire region,far surpassing that of other settlements,indicates that it was a regional center and a true city.Indeed,it was the first city in human history.

The vast majority of its population remained active in agriculture,even those people living within the city itself.But a small segment of the urban society started to specialize in nonagricultural tasks as a result of the city's role as a regional center.Within the productive sector,there was a growth of a variety of specialist craftspeople.Early in the Uruk period,the use of undecorated utilitarian pottery was probably the result of specialized mass production.In an early fourth-millennium level of the Eanna archaeological site at Uruk,a pottery style appears that is most characteristic of this process,the so-called beveled-rim bowl.It is a rather shallow bowl that was crudely made in a mold;hence,in only a limited number of standard sizes.For some unknown reason,many were discarded,often still intact,and thousands have been found all over the Near East.The beveled-rim bowl is one of the most telling diagnostic finds for identifying an Uruk-period site.Of importance is the fact that it was produced rapidly in large amounts,most likely by specialists in a central location.

A variety of documentation indicates that certain goods,once made by a family member as one of many duties,were later made by skilled artisans.Certain images depict groups of people,most likely women,involved in weaving textiles,an activity we know from later third-millennium texts to have been vital in the economy and to have been centrally administered.Also,a specialized metal-producing workshop may have been excavated in a small area at Uruk.It contained a number of channels lined by a sequence of holes,about 50 centimeters deep,all showing burn marks and filled with ashes.This has been interpreted as the remains of a workshop where molten metal was scooped up from the channel and poured into molds in the holes.Some type of mass production by specialists was involved here.

Objects themselves suggest that they were the work of skilled professionals.In the late Uruk period (3,500-3,100 B.C.E.),there first appeared a type of object that remained characteristic for Mesopotamia throughout its entire history:the cylinder seal.This was a small cylinder,usually no more than 3 centimeters high and 2 centimeters in diameter,of shell,bone,faience (a glassy type of stoneware),or various types of stones,on which a scene was carved into the surface.When rolled over a soft material-primarily the clay of bullae (round seals),tablets,or clay lumps attached to boxes,jars,or door bolts-the scene would appear in relief,easily legible.The technological knowledge needed to carved it was far superior to that for stamp seals,which had happened in the early Neolithic period (approximately 10,000-5,000 B.C.E.).From the first appearance of cylinder seals,the carved scenes could be highly elaborate and refined,indicating the work of specialist stone-cutters.Similarly,the late Uruk period shows the first monumental art,relief,and statuary in the round,made with a degree of mastery that only a professional could have produced.

当同一物种的不同个体或不同的物种都依靠同一有限的资源时，这种情况往往会引发所谓的竞争。竞争的存在已为生物学家们所熟知，其结果也已被达尔文详尽叙述过。同一物种不同个体之间的竞争（种内竞争），作为自然选择的一个主要原理，现在属于进化生物学。不同物种个体之间的竞争（种间竞争）是生态学的主要部分。它是控制有竞争关系的种群数量的一个因素，而其极端情况可能导致竞争的一方灭绝。达尔文在描述新西兰本土动植物物种在与引进的欧洲物种的竞争中灭绝时讲到该情况。

当主要需求的资源能充分供给时，竞争就不会很激烈，正如很多情况下植食动物都能够共存。而且绝大部分物种并不只依靠一种资源，当某物种的主要资源匮乏时，它们常转向其他候选资源。如果多个物种竞争同一稀缺资源，他们常会转向不同的候选资源。近亲之间的竞争往往最激烈，因为它们对环境有相似需求。但激烈竞争也可能发生在毫不相关却需要同一资源的物种之间，例如吃种子的啮齿动物和蚂蚁。当一个生态系统中的所有动植物都参与到竞争中来时竞争的影响将表现得淋漓尽致，比如在两百万年前上新世末期当南、北美洲在巴拿马地峡处聚拢时所发生的一切。南、北美洲的物种可以穿越地峡而相互竞争。结果是大量南美洲哺乳动物因抵抗不了来自北美洲物种的竞争而灭绝——尽管过度捕杀也是一个很重要的因素。

竞争在多大程度上决定群落的组成和某特定物种的密度一直备受争议。问题是竞争通常无法通过直接观察得到而必须通过某一物种的扩张或增加而另外一种物种同时减少或消失的对比中推测出来。俄罗斯生物学家G.F.Gause进行了大量的两物种的室内实验，结果表明当只提供一种资源时其中一个物种将会灭绝。基于以上实验和实地观察，所谓的竞争灭绝法则是成立的，因为两个物种不可能同时完全占有同一种有限资源。不过也发现了很多例外，但这些情况下两个物种，尽管会争夺某一主要资源，但它们争夺的资源不完全相同。

物种间的竞争对进化至关重要。争夺同一生态资源的物种趋向于朝着依赖不同资源的方向进化。相互竞争的物种会逐渐改变他们的活动范围使其领地不再重叠。竞争对进化的影响称为“物种选择”，但这一描述有很大误导性。只有某一物种中的个体才能面临自然选择的压力。某一物种的繁盛或生存正是其所有个体自然选择的结果。因此物种选择实际上是个体选择的结果。

任何必需的资源都可能引发竞争。这种资源对动物而言常是食物，对森林植物而言可能是阳光，对地面物种来说可能是空间，对很多生活在浅海海床上的生物来说也是如此。实际上，竞争对象可能是生物所必需的任何生物的或非生物的因素。通常生物密度越大，竞争越激烈。和捕杀一起，竞争是与生物密度相关的调控生物密度增长的重要因素。

参考译文


一个表示白尾鹿在小树林中存在的显著标志是雄鹿擦痕。雄鹿利用鹿角剥除小树的树皮以制造雄鹿擦痕。完工后，雄鹿擦痕对我们来说是一道明显的标志，对当地的其他鹿来说也可能如此。擦痕常与鹿身齐高（距离地面一米或不到一米），并位于树皮光滑、树径较细（16～25厘米）的树上。美国中东部森林中的树皮光滑的红色小枫树是雄鹿擦痕的理想物种。

成年雄鹿通常在夏末或秋初当它们鹿茸上的外皮脱落时制造擦痕。雄鹿差不多在它们交配期（发情期）的前一到两个月制造擦痕。因此长期以来，生物学家们认为雄鹿擦痕不仅可以清除并磨光鹿茸，还可以借此练习发情期时雄鹿之间的角斗。然而，生物学家们也认识到鹿会嗅和舔舐陌生的擦痕，这表明这种小树上的视觉记号在鹿群社会生活中起到重要的交流作用。

雄鹿擦痕都有一种由雄鹿前额上的腺体分泌的气味，它在制造擦痕时涂抹到树上。这些气味使得雄鹿擦痕成为鹿与鹿之间重要的嗅觉交流方式。嗅觉交流（利用气味交流）在鹿群生活中的重要性可以通过几十年前一项对圈禁的雄鹿的研究得以印证。研究发现，特别是当秋天将近时，雄鹿就将其前额在树枝上蹭来蹭去。十年后的另一项研究发现成年雄性白尾鹿在其发情期或发情期前会摩擦其前额。当白尾鹿制造擦痕时，它将其鹿茸和前额腺体在小树上垂直磨蹭。这种前额的磨蹭行为和雄鹿前额上散发气味的腺体的异常活跃一致。该腺体活动导致成年雄鹿的前额皮毛比雌鹿或未成年鹿的暗很多。

雄鹿前额在擦痕上的摩擦很可能向同类中的其他成员发出了大量信息。首先擦痕上残留的化学物质提供了一只动物的个体信息。没有两只气味相同的哺乳动物。就如我们熟知的那样，狗就是通过气味区别彼此的。第二，因为只有雄鹿制造擦痕，所以擦痕及其携带的化学物质表示了制造擦痕的鹿的性别信息。第三，年龄更大、更具统治地位的雄鹿制造的擦痕更多，而且其分泌在擦痕上的气味分泌物很可能也更多。因此大量的标记得很好的擦痕的出现表明年龄较大、地位较高的雄鹿就在附近，而不仅只是粗略地说明了该区域鹿群的相对丰度。雄鹿擦痕上的气味记号所携带的信息使它成为与其他种类鹿群中的某些声音信号，比如雄性麋鹿的叫声，同等重要。

因为雄性和雌性白尾鹿都会嗅和舔舐雄鹿擦痕，所以这些擦痕还有一个重要的功能。特别的，新鲜擦痕（两天以内制造的）要比更久远的擦痕受到更多关注。这种行为表明新鲜擦痕上的化学物质可能有助于从生理上诱导并让关注这些擦痕的雌鹿同时受孕。这对分布广泛的鹿群显然是一个有利条件，尤其对秋天发情期中一只处于较高社会统治地位的同时向几只成年雌鹿求爱的雄鹿而言。由白尾鹿制造的另一种视觉记号叫作雄鹿窝。雄鹿窝是一个通过将地面上的树叶推开而产生的干净而较浅的低坑（直径约0.5米）。雄鹿窝制造完成后，鹿通常会在低坑里小便。因此，像雄鹿擦痕一样，雄鹿窝既是视觉上的也是嗅觉上的记号。雄鹿窝通常在秋天树叶落下后，雄鹿发情期或之前出现。雄鹿窝常位于开阔或显眼的位置，比如沿着鹿的行动路线。绝大部分雄鹿窝由年龄更大的雄鹿制造，但有些雌鹿和年轻雄鹿（2.5年或更年轻）偶尔也制造雄鹿窝。

参考译文


尽管干旱，但是撒哈拉的物种极其多样，并自公元前10000年前开始已经历了数次重大气候变迁。直到公元前6000年前，沙漠的南部边界比现在的位置要靠北很多，那时半干旱的草原和浅淡水湖泊覆盖了现在干旱的平原。这里曾经是各种羚羊和一种已灭绝的野牛出没的地方。现在的沙漠地区，像所有干旱地区一样，对降雨量的变化周期极为敏感，因而其动植物的分布变化巨大且迅速。依靠捕食稀少的沙漠动物的居民对待干旱的方式是管理他们捕捉和收集到的野生资源，尤其是需要可靠水源维持生命的野牛。

甚至在干旱之前，撒哈拉地区也从未有充足的水分。人类和野生动物都不停地迁徙，以寻找食物和可靠的水源。在这些情况下，考古学家Andrew Smith 认为随着干旱的持续，沙漠中野牛群会变成更小，组织更紧密的族群。兽群变得更加自律，因此猎人更容易预测它们的习性并随意抓捕。同时，牛和人类的行动范围进一步靠近，在固定水源附近长期更亲近地共处。结果牛和人类形成了紧密的联合。

Smith相信猎人对猎物更加自律的行为了然于胸。猎人们不再跟随牛进行每年一度的迁徙而是开始阻止兽群的迁移。起初他们控制兽群的迁移以获得持续的肉食来源。但很快他们能够在遗传上控制动物，使得兽群的体征迅速变化。南非牧养大羚羊（一种体形较大的非洲羚羊，它们的角短且扭曲）的农民说如果不持续从野外引进公羚羊则其后代体形将迅速变小。近亲繁殖的影响同样发生在控制拥有某些额外的可能并未认清的优势的牛数量上。最新驯化的动物更易控制，出生率也更高，而反过来也会提供更多奶源。我们从撒哈拉腹地的岩石绘画可知牧民很快就选择一些动物进行繁殖以产生角和颜色不同的后代。

我们仍无法知道牛是在北非独立驯化的还是从东南亚引入的。不管驯化的兽群起源何处，东南亚和北非，甚至是欧洲的那些对野生牛的行为了然于胸的人们都可能经过了同样的和他们要驯化的动物毗邻而居并逐渐控制它们的过程。随着人们居住环境不断干燥和食物供给的可预测性更强，驯化的尝试很可能发生在很多地方。

牛牧养人的财产很少：一些并不精致的罐子和磨光的斧子。他们也利用弓箭捕猎。撒哈拉人在撒哈拉腹地洞穴的墙壁上留下了很重要的关于他们生活的记录。他们的艺术创作保存了大量关于野生动物、牛、山羊、人类及其日常生活的各种场景的绘画。这些场景可能追溯到公元前5000年前。这一时期田园画古迹的广泛分布表明撒哈拉人曾在广泛且独立的牧场上放牧。

大约公元前3500年前，气候条件又一次恶化。撒哈拉沙漠渐渐地更加干旱，湖泊相继干涸。另外西非内陆降雨增加，并且舌蝇（一种对牛致命的昆虫）的种群的北部边界向南移动。所以牧民也追随大平原区域的主要河流系统向南迁徙。此时，随着撒哈拉人从原本可以种植小麦、大麦和其他一些地中海农作物的区域中迁出，他们可能依靠当地的农作物，例如像高粱和小米一类的依靠夏季降雨的作物。

参考译文


捕食者是怎样影响被捕食者的数量的呢?答案并不是想象中那么简单。麋鹿通过穿越冬天的冰层到达了在苏必利尔湖的罗亚尔岛，并由于没有捕食者而自由繁殖。当狼在晚一点的时候到达那座岛时，自然学家都认为，狼对控制麋鹿的数量将起到关键作用。但是，严密的研究说明并不是这样。狼吃掉的大部分是年老的或生病的动物，它们本身就不会存活很久。一般来讲，麋鹿的数量是由食物、疾病和其他的一些条件，而不是由狼控制的。

在简单的实验条件下，捕食者经常吃掉了所有的实验设定的被捕食者，然后因为食物缺乏而自己灭绝了。但是，如果能给被捕食动物提供如同在野外的安全的区域，被捕食动物的数量会降低到很低的数值，但不会灭绝。被捕食者的数量降低造成了捕食者的食物不足，使捕食者的数量下降。此时，被捕食者的数量又会反弹。这样，一定时间内捕食者和被捕食者的数量会持续地循环。

这种数量的循环是小型哺乳动物的特性，有时候这种循环是由捕食者带来的。生态学家对野兔数量的研究发现，北美白靴兔一直遵守着大约以十年为周期的循环。在一个典型的循环中，其数量会减少10~30倍，甚至会出现100倍的改变。有两种因素会导致这种循环：食物和捕食者。

白靴兔比较喜欢的食物是柳木和桦树树枝。野兔的密度增加时，这些树枝的数量就减少，迫使野兔去吃一些低质量的高纤维食物。随之而来的是低生育率，低成活率，低生长率，所以野兔数量随之减少。一旦野兔数量减少，树枝的数量需要两到三年恢复。

白靴兔的主要捕食者是加拿大山猫。加拿大山猫的数量呈现了平行于野兔的10年为周期的循环。野兔数量下降时，山猫的食物供给减少，数量也随之减少。

是什么造成了捕食者和被捕食者的周期振动呢?是野兔数量的增长使得植物被过度采食，随之导致了野兔的减少还是山猫的增加导致了野兔被过度捕食?在1992年，Charles Krebs和其合作者的野外试验提供了答案。Krebs研究了在加拿大Yukon地区有野兔种群的试验田。当食物被加到这片试验田（没有食品因素影响）里并且将捕食者移去（也没有捕食者因素影响），野兔的数量增加了10倍并且保持稳定——不再循环。但是，在任意一个因素单独存在时，循环都会出现：不管是捕食者被移除、食物不增加（也就是只有食物影响），还是食物在捕食者存在的情况下增加（也就是只有捕食者影响）。因此，两个因素都可以影响这个循环，即在现实中，循环是两个因素同时作用的结果。

捕食者是保持群体多样性和数量的必要条件。没有捕食者时，那种在对食物、庇护所、筑巢点和其他环境资源的争夺中胜出的竞争者，趋向于统治，并且灭绝与其竞争的其他物种。这种现象被称作“驱逐竞争者”。但是，如果种群中的具有最强竞争力的物种存在天敌，那这一物种的数量就被控制。因此，竞争力比较弱的物种都会得以生存。比如，海星捕食各种双壳的软体动物，防止这些双壳动物垄断海底。这使得其他的很多生物有了生存空间。海星被移除后，物种多样性大幅度降低。因此，从多样性的角度说，从一个种群中消除一个主要捕食者通常是错误的决定。

参考译文


一些最早的人类文明是在公元前四千年前的南美索不达米亚出现的，现在这片区域处于南伊拉克。在其后五百年，在乌鲁克城南方附近，被永久居民占用的地域在大幅度增长。大部分的增长都发生在乌鲁克城内，使其成了一个真正的中心城区，并被一些后续的定居点环绕着。虽然人口估计数通常是不可靠的，但学者们认为乌鲁克居民可以通过日常与周围地区的通勤，得到周围地区产的农业产品以自给自足。但乌鲁克在整个地区最大，远远超过了其他居民点，这说明它是这个地区的中心，是一个真正的城市。事实上，它是人类历史上的第一个城市。

绝大部分人依然从事农业活动，甚至包括城市居民。但由于该城市是区域的中心，其中的一小部分人开始全心从事非农业工作。生产方面，专业工匠的多样性有了增长。在乌鲁克时期早期，对未装饰的实用陶器的使用可能就是专业化大量生产的结果。在乌鲁克发现的四千年前早期的Eanna考古遗址中，有一种陶器刻画了这种专业化生产过程的特征，即所谓的斜面边碗。这种碗相当的浅，是利用模具简单制作的；因此，只有有限的几种大小。由于一些未知原因，很多被丢弃的碗还是完整地保存下来了，而在近东的各地有上千件出土。这种碗是最好的判断乌鲁克时期遗址的发现之一。最重要的是这种碗被大量快速生产，最可能由中心位置的专业工匠制作。

多种文件记录说明，曾经作为义务被家庭制作的商品，在后来由熟练技工制作。一些图画描述了成群的人们，大部分是女人，正在编制纺织品。这种活动，从其后三千年前出土的文献可知，是当时经济的重要部分，并且已被中央管理。并且一个专门从事金属制造的工厂可能也已经在乌鲁克地区小区域开挖。它包括了一定数量的隧道连接着一系列约50厘米深的洞，它们都有燃烧的痕迹，也盛满了灰烬。这被认定是工厂的遗址，在这里熔化的金属从隧道中聚集，然后倒入洞里的模具中。这里包括一些由专业人士进行的大量生产活动。

产品的本身就说明了它们是由专业技工制作的。在乌鲁克时期末期 （公元前3500—3100年） 首次出现了一种在整个历史中象征美索不达米亚的物品：圆柱章。它是一个小的圆柱体，一般不高于3 厘米，直径2 厘米，材料为贝壳、骨头、陶器或是各种石头，在表面刻着一个场景。当它滚过柔软的材料的时候——主要是被连接在箱子、罐子或是门闩上的黏土圆章、纪念碑、泥土块——这个场景就会清晰简单地出现在上面了。相对于新石器时期 （大约是公元前10000 年至公元前5000 年） 的封章，这种雕刻技术依然是很先进的。从圆柱章的出现开始，被雕刻的图像就非常精致精美，这表现了石头切割者的专业技术。同样，在乌鲁克时期晚期出现了第一个大师级别制作的永存的艺术和雕刻，这是只有非常专业的人才能做出的。

一
 、解题技巧


考生在解答文章主旨题时可以运用“串线摘帽”的解题技巧，即在自然段少的时候串线，串线法解不出来时，大帽子、小帽子摘一下。

主旨题的标志：mainly about,mainly discuss,the best title。串线法：抓首段和其余各段的第一句话，把其意思连接成一个整体。要注意总结性的提示词和转折词，特别要注意中心句。（主要针对自然段少的文章；针对自然段多的文章，主旨题最好联系中心句。找一个和中心句最贴近的。）小心首段陷阱。主旨题错误选项的干扰特征有：

（1）局部信息，即选项的内容小于文章的内容；

（2）范围过宽，即选项的内容大于文章的内容。

逆向思维法、快速作文法：在两个选项看上去都十分正确而无法选择时，试着从选项出发，想象一下如果自己以此选项来写文章会有哪些内容，然后把它与文章的内容比较，接近的即为正确选项。

主旨题常见的提问方式可归纳如下：

（1）The main idea of this passage is…

（2）This passage tells us…

(3) Which of the following statements best expresses the main idea of the passage?

(4) Which of the following sentences best summarizes the author's main point?

(5) Which of the following best states the theme of the passage?

(6) The subject matter of this selection is…

解答这一类题目的基本方法如下：

A.找出主题句。首先要读标题，因为标题往往是主题句中的核心词或概括性的词。抓住全文中心思想的最快捷途径就是找出主题句。主题句一般位于文章或段落的开始，然后围绕主题展开论述。这是因为许多作者喜欢采用从一般到个别的论证或叙述方式，即演绎法（deduction），这是一种很常见的文章或段落写作形式。若作者采用归纳法（induction）,即从个别到一般来论证或叙述，主题句就会位于段末。除此之外，主题句还有可能位于段落的中间。找到主题句后，就应以它为标准，在解题时，与主题句意思最近的选择项很可能就是正确答案。

B.概括和归纳出主题思想。实际上，在阅读理解测试部分有的文章是没有主题句的。这是由于文章的体裁不同或是由于阅读的短文是从长篇文章中节选的。这时就要靠阅读者自己进行概括或归纳隐含的主题思想了。概括主题可以从归纳每段的要点开始，最后将各段要点集中概括并归纳出全文的主题思想。

Sad events are never easy to deal with but a speech that pays tribute to the loss of a loved one and gives praise for their contribution can be comforting.Madonna's speech about Michael Jackson,after his death,heighted the fact that he will continue to live on through his music.

It's not only in world forums where public speaking plays an important role.It can also be surprisingly helpful in the course of our own lives.

If you're taking part in a debate you need to persuade the listeners of the soundness of your argument.In sports,athletes know the importance of a pep talk (鼓舞士气的讲话) before a match to inspire teammates.You yourself may be asked to do a presentation at college or work to inform the others about an area of vital importance.

On a more personal level,a friend may be upset and need comforting.Or you might be asked to introduce a speaker at a family event or to speak at a wedding,where your language will be needed to move people or make them laugh.

Passage 1

The rough guide to marketing success used to be that you got what you paid for.No longer.While traditional “paid” media-such as television commercials and print advertisements-still play a major role,companies today can exploit many alternative forms of media.Consumers passionate about a product may create “earned” media by willingly promoting it to friends,and a company may leverage “owned” media by sending e-mail alerts about products and sales to customers registered with its website.The way consumers now approach the process of making purchase decisions means that marketing's impact stems from a broad range of factors beyond conventional paid media.

Paid and owned media are controlled by marketers promoting their own products.For earned media,such marketers act as the initiator for users'responses.But in some cases,one marketer's owned media become another marketer's paid media-for instance,when an e-commerce retailer sells ad space on its Website.We define such sold media as owned media whose traffic is so strong that other organizations place their content or e-commerce engines within that environment.This trend,which we believe is still in its infancy,effectively began with retailers and travel providers such as airlines and hotels and will no doubt go further.Johnson&Johnson,for example,has created BabyCenter,a stand-alone media property that promotes complementary and even competitive products.Besides generating income,the presence of other marketers makes the site seem objective,gives companies opportunities to learn valuable information about the appeal of other companies'marketing,and may help expand user traffic for all companies concerned.

The same dramatic technological changes that have provided marketers with more (and more diverse) communications choices have also increased the risk that passionate consumers will voice their opinions in quicker,more visible and much more damaging ways.Such hijacked media are the opposite of earned media:an asset or campaign becomes hostage to consumers,other stakeholders,or activists who make negative allegations about a brand or product.Members of social networks,for instance,are learning that they can hijack media to apply pressure on the businesses that originally created them.

If that happens,passionate consumers would try to persuade others to boycott products,putting the reputation of the target company at risk.In such a case,the company's response may not be sufficiently quick or thoughtful,and the learning curve has been steep.Toyota Motor,for example,alleviated some of the damage from its recall crisis earlier this year with a relatively quick and well-orchestrated social-media response campaign,which included efforts to engage with consumers directly on sites such as Twitter and the social-news site Digg.

Passage 2

The vast grasslands of the High Plains in the central United States were settled by farmers and ranchers in the 1880s.This region has a semiarid climate,and for 50 years after its settlement,it supported a low-intensity agricultural economy of cattle ranching and wheat farming.In the early twentieth century,however,it was discovered that much of the High Plains was underlain by a huge aquifer (a rock layer containing large quantities of groundwater).This aquifer was named the Ogallala aquifer after the Ogallala Sioux Indians,who once inhabited the region.

The Ogallala aquifer is a sandstone formation that underlies some 583,000 square kilometers of land extending from northwestern Texas to southern South Dakota.Water from rains and melting snows has been accumulating in the Ogallala for the past 30,000 years.Estimates indicate that the aquifer contains enough water to fill Lake Huron
 , but unfortunately
 , under the semiarid climatic conditions that presently exist in the region
 , rates of addition to the aquifer are minimal
 , amounting to about half a centimeter a year.


The first wells were drilled into the Ogallala during the drought years of the early 1930s.The ensuing rapid expansion of irrigation agriculture,especially from the 1950s onward,transformed the economy of the region.More than 100,000 wells now tap the Ogallala.Modern irrigation devices,each capable of spraying 4.5 million liters of water a day,have produced a landscape dominated by geometric patterns of circular green islands of crops.Ogallala water has enabled the High Plains region to supply significant amounts of the cotton,sorghum,wheat,and corn grown in the United States.In addition,40 percent of American grain-fed beef cattle are fattened here.

This unprecedented development of a finite groundwater resource with an almost negligible natural recharge rate-that is,virtually no natural water source to replenish the water supply-has caused water tables in the region to fall drastically.In the 1930s,wells encountered plentiful water at a depth of about 15 meters;currently,they must be dug to depths of 45 to 60 meters or more.In places,the water table is declining at a rate of a meter a year,necessitating the periodic deepening of wells and the use of ever-more-powerful pumps.It is estimated that at current withdrawal rates,much of the aquifer will run dry within 40 years.The situation is most critical in Texas,where the climate is driest,the greatest amount of water is being pumped,and the aquifer contains the least water.It is projected that the remaining Ogallala water will,by the year 2030,support only 35 to 40 percent of the irrigated acreage in Texas that is supported in 1980.

The reaction of farmers to the inevitable depletion of the Ogallala varies.Many have been attempting to conserve water by irrigating less frequently or by switching to crops that require less water.Others,however,have adopted the philosophy that it is best to use the water while it is still economically profitable to do so and to concentrate on high-value crops such as cotton.The incentive of the farmers who wish to conserve water is reduced by their knowledge that many of their neighbors are profiting by using great amounts of water,and in the process are drawing down the entire region's water supplies.

In the face of the upcoming water supply crisis,a number of grandiose schemes have been developed to transport vast quantities of water by canal or pipeline from the Mississippi,the Missouri,or the Arkansas rivers.Unfortunately,the cost of water obtained through any of these schemes would increase pumping costs at least tenfold,making the cost of irrigated agricultural products from the region uncompetitive on the national and international markets.Somewhat more promising have been recent experiments for releasing capillary water (water in the soil) above the water table by injecting compressed air into the ground.Even if this process proves successful,however,it would almost triple water costs.Genetic engineering also may provide a partial solution,as new strains of drought-resistant crops continue to be developed.Whatever the final answer to the water crisis may be,it is evident that within the High Plains,irrigation water will never again be the abundant,inexpensive resource it was during the agricultural boom years of the mid-twentieth century.

在过去，销售成功的基本法则是：一分耕耘一分收获。现在不同了。传统的“付费的”媒介——电视广告和印刷广告——虽然仍占主要地位，但是现在的企业可以开发出更多的替代这些媒介的形式。对一个产品有热情的用户可能通过自主向朋友推荐该产品而创造“白给的”媒介，而公司则可以给在自己网站上注册的顾客发送关于产品和销售的电邮来对其进行提醒，以此来建立“专享的”媒介。用户现在做出购买决定前接触了广阔的媒介因素，而不再局限于传统的付费媒介。

付费而专享的媒介，是被想促销自己产品的商人控制的。而对于白给的媒介而言，这种商人的角色仅是作为响应用户需求的第一环节。但是在一些案例中，一个商人专享的媒介成为另一个商人的付费媒介。例如，当一个电子商务零售商在自己的网站上出售广告空间时，就是如此。我们把这种出售的媒介定义为专享的媒介。其巨大的流量吸引其他团体把自己的内容和电子商务引擎置于其中。这种趋势虽然我们认为刚刚起步，但是零售商和旅行业务提供商（航空公司、酒店等）的业务使其取得了开门红。例如强生建立了独立运营的婴儿中心，用来推销配套产品，甚至包括一些核心产品。其他经销商的加盟除了带来利润外，还使该平台显得客观可信，并且使各个公司得以了解其他公司的营销策略（这些信息举足轻重），因此或许有利于拓展所有参与的公司的用户流量。

这类戏剧性的技术革新给商人带来数量越来越多（种类也越来越多）的通信机会的同时，也同样会提高风险。因为热情的用户会更快、更形象、更有破坏力地表达自己的看法。这种被绑架的媒介，与上述的“白给的”媒介背道而驰：此时，媒介变成了消费者、其他股东或活动家的人质，任由其发布各种关于一个品牌或产品的负面评价。例如，社交网络中的成员正在意识到他们可以绑架媒介，来对建立媒介的那些商人施加压力。

如果这种事情发生了，热情的用户就会努力劝说其他人抵制产品，使得目标公司的声誉岌岌可危。此时，公司的反应往往不会足够快，也不会足够理性，学习曲线将会变得很陡。例如丰田汽车，今年早些时候通过相对较快和精心策划的行动从车辆召回危机中把损失尽量降了下来，比如与用户在推特和Digg平台上直接沟通和交流等，努力帮其解决问题。

19世纪80年代，在美国中部北美大平原的广阔草原上定居着农场主们和牧场主们。这里有着半干旱的气候，在人们定居50年后，它支撑了一个以畜牧业和小麦种植为主的低密度农业经济。然而，在20世纪初，人们发现北美大平原的大部分地下是巨大的蓄水层(含有大量地下水的岩层)。这个蓄水层因曾经在这里定居过的奥加拉拉苏族印第安人而得名，被称作奥加拉拉蓄水层。

奥加拉拉蓄水层属于砂岩结构，在从得克萨斯州西北到南达科塔州南部的地下绵延了58.3万平方公里。雨水和融雪自3万年前便开始在奥加拉拉蓄积。据估计，奥加拉拉蓄水层的含水量足以填满休伦湖，但不幸的是，在目前该地区半干旱的气候条件下，奥加拉拉蓄水层的蓄水能力极低，每年仅半厘米左右。

20世纪30年代初，奥加拉拉正处于干旱时期，人们打出了第一口井。灌溉农业的迅速扩张，特别是20世纪50年代之后，改变了这一地区的经济。目前人们已经在奥加拉拉地区共开凿了10万多口井。日喷水量达到450万升的现代灌溉设备，形成了一个圆形绿岛作物为主的景观。奥加拉拉蓄水层支撑了北美大平原地区棉花、高粱、小麦、玉米的灌溉需求。此外，美国40%谷饲养的肉牛在这里被育肥。

考虑到几乎没有补充率(实质上没有自然水资源进行补充)，这种有限的地下水资源前所未有的发展已经引起了该地区地下水位的急剧下降。在20世纪30年代，井下15米就有丰富的水资源，而现在，必须挖掘到45米到60米甚至更深的地方才行。有的地方地下水位的下降速度甚至达到了每年1米，迫使人们周期性地加深水井并使用更有力的水泵。按现今的下降速度来估计，大部分地下蓄水将在40年内耗尽。这种现象在气候最干旱的得克萨斯州尤为严重。大量的水被从地下抽起，蓄水层含水量最少。据估计，到2030年，得克萨斯州余下的奥加拉拉含水量只能支持1980年灌溉面积的35%到40%。

农场主们对无法避免的奥加拉拉蓄水层枯竭的反应各不相同。很多人已经开始尝试通过降低灌溉频率或者改种需水较少的庄稼来节约水资源。而另外一些人却抱着趁水资源还能产生经济效益就应抓紧利用的想法，继续种植高价值的棉花等农作物。当那些想节水的农场主得知邻居们通过大量耗水的种植而盈利的时候，他们的热情降低了，从而导致了整个区域的供水量减少。

在即将到来的水资源供应危机面前，人们提出了一些宏伟的供水计划，比如将密西西比河、密苏里河或者阿肯色河的水通过运河或管道运到需要用水的地方。不幸的是，通过以上任何一种方式获得水资源都会将抽水的成本提高10倍以上，进而导致这一地区的灌溉农产品成本在国内和国际市场上失去竞争力。最近一些有希望获得成功的试验试图通过向土壤中注入压力，释放水层上方土壤中的毛细管水。即使这样行之有效，抽水成本会变成原来的3倍。基因工程也会通过继续研发抗旱作物新品种，帮助解决部分难题。无论这次水资源危机的最终结果如何，显然，北美大平原地区灌溉水资源再也不会像20世纪中期农业繁荣时期的那样充足并且廉价了。

Robert F.Kennedy once said that a country's GDP measures “everything except that which makes life worthwhile.” With Britain voting to leave the European Union,and GDP already predicted to slow as a result,it is now a timely moment to assess what he was referring to.

The question of GDP and its usefulness has annoyed policymakers for over half a century.Many argue that it is a flawed concept.It measures things that do not matter and misses things that do.By most recent measures,the UK's GDP has been the envy of the Western world,with record low unemployment and high growth figures.If everything was going so well,then why did over 17 million people vote for Brexit,despite the warning about what it could do to their country's economic prospects?

A recent annual study of countries and their ability to convert growth into well-being sheds some light on that question.Across the 163 countries measured,the UK is one of the poorest performers in ensuring that economic growth is translated into meaningful improvements for its citizens.Rather than just focusing on GDP,over 40 different sets of criteria from health,education and civil society engagement have been measured to get a more rounded assessment of how countries are performing.

While all of these countries face their own challenges,there are a number of consistent themes.Yes,there has been a budding economic recovery since the 2008 global crash,but in key indicators in areas such as health and education,major economies have continued to decline.Yet this isn't the case with all countries.Some relatively poor European countries have seen huge improvements across measures including civil society,income equality and environment.

This is a lesson that rich countries can learn.When GDP is no longer regarded as the sole measure of country's success,the world looks very different.

So what Kennedy was referring to was that while GDP has been the most common method for measuring the economic activity of nations,as a measure,it is no longer enough.It does not include important factors such as environmental quality,free speech,or education outcomes-all things that contribute to a person's sense of well-being.

The sharp hit to growth predicted around the world and in the UK could lead to a decline in the everyday services we depend on for our well-being and for growth.But policymakers,who refocus efforts on improving well-being rather than simply worrying about GDP figures could avoid the forecasted doom and may even see progress.（2017年吉林大学）

Since the dawn of civilization,mankind has been obsessed by the possibility that it will one day be extinguished.The impact of an asteroid on earth and the spectre of nuclear holocaust prevalent millennial fears.Now some scientists are increasingly leaning towards the view that a new nightmare must be added to the list.Their concern is that intelligent computers will eventually develop minds of their own and destroy the human race.

The latest warning comes from Professor Stephen Hawking.He told an interviewer this week that artificial intelligence could “outsmart us all” and that a technological catastrophe is a “near certainty”.Most non-experts will dismiss his claims as a fantasy rooted in science fiction.But the pace of progress in artificial intelligence,or AL,means policy makers should already be considering the social consequences.

According to a recent survey,half the worlds AI experts believe human-level machine intelligence will be achieved by 2040 and 90 per cent say it will arrive by 2075.Several AI experts talk about the possibility that the human brain will eventually be “reverse engineered”.Some prominent tech leaders,meanwhile,warn that the consequences are unpredictable.Elon Musk,the pioneer of electric cars,has argued that advanced computer technology is “potentially more dangerous than nuclear threats.”

That said,the risk that computers might one day pose a challenge to humanity should be put in perspective.Scientists may not be able to say with certainty when,or if,machines will match or outperform mankind.

But before the world gets to that point,the drawing together of both human and computer intelligence will almost certainly help to tackle pressing problems that cannot otherwise be solved.The growing ability of computers to crunch enormous quantities of data,for example,will play a huge role in helping humanity tackle climate change and disease over the next few decades.It would be folly to arrest the development of computer technology now-and forgo those benefits-because of risks that lie much further in the future.

There is every reason to be optimistic about AI research.There is no evidence that scientist will struggle to control computers,even at their most advanced stage.But this is a sector in which pioneers must tread carefully-and with their eyes open to the enduring ability of science to surprise us.（2017年中科院）

Passage 1

Bankers have been blaming themselves for their troubles in public.Behind the scenes,they have been taking aim at someone else:the accounting standard-setters.Their rules,moan the banks,have forced them to report enormous losses,and it's just not fair.These rules say they must value some assets at the price a third party would pay,not the price managers and regulators would like them to fetch.

Unfortunately,banks'lobbying now seems to be working.The details may be unknowable,but the independence of standard-setters,essential to the proper functioning of capital markets,is being compromised.And,unless banks carry toxic assets at prices that attract buyers,reviving the banking system will be difficult.

After a bruising encounter with Congress,America's Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) rushed through rule changes.These gave banks more freedom to use models to value illiquid assets and more flexibility in recognizing losses on long-term assets in their income statement.Bob Herz,the FASB's chairman,cried out against those who “question our motives”.Yet bank shares rose and the changes enhance what one lobby group politely calls “the use of judgment by management”.

European ministers instantly demanded that the International Accounting Standards Board (IASB) do likewise.The IASB says it does not want to act without overall planning,but the pressure to fold when it completes its reconstruction of rules later this year is strong.Charlie McCreevy,a European commissioner,warned the IASB that it did “not live in a political vacuum” but “in the real world” and that Europe could yet develop different rules.

It was banks that were on the wrong planet,with accounts that vastly overvalued assets.Today they argue that market prices overstate losses,because they largely reflect the temporary illiquidity of markets,not the likely extent of bad debts.The truth will not be known for years.But bank's shares trade below their book value,suggesting that investors are skeptical.And dead markets partly reflect the paralysis of banks which will not sell assets for fear of booking losses,yet are reluctant to buy all those supposed bargains.

To get the system working again,losses must be recognized and dealt with.America's new plan to buy up toxic assets will not work unless banks mark assets to levels which buyers find attractive.Successful markets require independent and even combative standard-setters.The FASB and IASB have been exactly that,cleaning up rules on stock options and pensions,for example,against hostility from special interests.But by giving in to critics now they are inviting pressure to make more concessions.

Plant communities assemble themselves flexibly,and their particular structure depends on the specific history of the area.Ecologists use the term “succession” to refer to the changes that happen in plant communities and ecosystems over time.The first community in a succession is called a pioneer community,while the long-lived community at the end of succession is called a climax community.Pioneer and successional plant communities are said to change over periods from 1 to 500 years.These changes-in plant numbers and the mix of species-are cumulative.Climax communities themselves change but over periods of time greater than about 500 years.

An ecologist who studies a pond today may well find it relatively unchanged in a year's time.Individual fish may be replaced,but the number of fish will tend to be the same from one year to the next.We can say that the properties of an ecosystem are more stable than the individual organisms that compose the ecosystem.

At one time,ecologists believed that species diversity made ecosystems stable.They believed that the greater the diversity the more stable the ecosystem.Support for this idea came from the observation that long-lasting climax communities usually have more complex food webs and more species diversity than pioneer communities.Ecologists concluded that the apparent stability of climax ecosystems depended on their complexity.To take an extreme example,farmlands dominated by a single crop are so unstable that one year of bad weather or the invasion of a single pest can destroy the entire crop.In contrast,a complex climax community,such as a temperate forest,will tolerate considerable damage from weather to pests.

The question of ecosystem stability is complicated,however.The first problem is that ecologists do not all agree what “stability” means.Stability can be defined as simply lack of change.In that case,the climax community would be considered the most stable,since,by definition,it changes the least over time.Alternatively,stability can be defined as the speed with which an ecosystem returns to a particular form following a major disturbance,such as a fire.This kind of stability is also called resilience.In that case,climax communities would be the most fragile and the least stable,since they can require hundreds of years to return to the climax state.

Even the kind of stability defined as simple lack of change is not always associated with maximum diversity.At least in temperate zones,maximum diversity is often found in mid-successional stages,not in the climax community.Once a redwood forest matures,for example,the kinds of species and the number of individuals growing on the forest floor are reduced.In general,diversity,by itself,does not ensure stability.Mathematical models of ecosystems likewise suggest that diversity does not guarantee ecosystem stability-just the opposite,in fact.A more complicated system is,in general,more likely than a simple system to break down.A fifteen-speed racing bicycle is more likely to break down than a child's tricycle.

Ecologists are especially interested to know what factors contribute to the resilience of communities because climax communities all over the world are being severely damaged or destroyed by human activities.The destruction caused by the volcanic explosion of Mount St.Helens,in the northwestern United States,for example,pales in comparison to the destruction caused by humans.We need to know what aspects of a community are most important to the community's resistance to destruction,as well as its recovery.

Many ecologists now think that the relative long-term stability of climax communities comes not from diversity but from the “patchiness” of the environment,an environment that varies from place to place supports more kinds of organisms than an environment that is uniform.A local population that goes extinct is quickly replaced by immigrants from an adjacent community.Even if the new population is of a different species,it can approximately fill the niche vacated by the extinct population and keep the food web intact.

台面上，银行家们将他们的麻烦归咎于自己。（但）台面下，他们却一直把目标对准他人：会计准则制定者。银行业抱怨会计规则迫使他们报告巨大损失，认为这不公平。规则规定他们必须以第三方愿意收购的价格，而非按照管理和监管者期望它能够卖得的价格来评估部分资产的价值。

不幸的是，银行的游说活动看起来已经奏效。其中细节可能无法获知，但是准则制定者在独立性方面——这正是资产市场正常运行的关键——已经做出妥协了。银行如果不以能够吸引买家的价格计量有毒资产，银行系统的复苏将会非常困难。

美国财务会计准则委员会（FASB）在与国会一场激烈交锋之后，匆匆通过了准则修改。这些修改使得银行在使用模型评估非流动资产方面拥有更大的自由，同时使得他们确认收益表中长期资产损失时更加灵活。FASB主席Bob Herz大声反对那些“怀疑我们的动机”的人们。然而银行股票上涨了，这些修改强化了“管理层使用理性判断”的说法，这种说法是一个游说团的客气之言。

欧洲的部长们立刻要求国际会计准则委员会（IASB）也这么做。IASB表示它不想没有完整计划就贸然行动，但它在今年下半年完成规则修订时必须屈服的压力十分大。欧洲委员会委员Charlie McCreevy 警告IASB：它不是“处在政治真空中”而是“在现实世界里”，并表示欧洲可能最终会发展出不同的会计规则。

其实是银行的错，它们的账目上充斥着估值过高的资产。现在他们认为市场价格高估了损失，因为市场价格主要反映了市场的暂时性流动性不足，而非坏账的可能程度。几年内不会有人了解到真相。但是，银行股票以低于账面价值的价格交易，这一点反映了投资者的怀疑。死寂的市场一定程度上反映了瘫痪的银行由于怕账面损失既不愿出售资产，也不愿意去购买那些看似不错的廉价资产。

为了让银行系统重新运转起来，损失必须被确认和处理。美国收购有毒资产的新计划只有在银行将资产定价在足够吸引买家的水平上才会有效。成熟的市场需要独立的，甚至是好斗的准则制定者。FASB和LASB以往正是这样对抗特殊利益集团的敌意的，例如改进股权和退休金的相关规则。但是现在向批评者妥协是自寻压力，导致他们进一步做出更多让步。

植物群体可以自由地聚集，它们特殊的结构取决于聚集区域的具体历史。生态学家使用“演替”来诠释植物群落和生态系统随着时间推移所发生的变化。演替中的第一个群落被称作先锋群落，而处于演替最后那个长期生存的群落被称为顶级群落。先锋群落和紧接着的植物群落的变化周期是从1到500年不等，植物数量和混合种类数量的变化是慢慢积累的。顶级群落本身也改变，但其变化周期超过500 年。

现代一个研究池塘的生态学会发现池塘在一年当中相对而言是不变的。个别鱼类可能被替换，但年复一年鱼的总数都趋于一致。也就是说，一个生态系统自身的属性要比由单一生物体组成的生态系统更稳定。

生态学家们一度认为物种的多样性使生态系统稳定，生态系统物种越多样则生态系统越稳定。通过观察得出的结论支持了这个观点，长期持久的顶级群落通常要比先锋群落具备更为复杂的食物网和更多的物种。生态学家们得出的结论是：顶点生态系统的稳定性明显取决于它们的复杂化程度。举个极端的例子，在单一作物的农田中，一年的恶劣天气或单一害虫的入侵就可以摧毁所有作物。与此相反，在一个复杂的顶级群落里，如温带森林，它们便可以抵御来自气候和害虫的干扰和入侵。

不管怎样，生态系统稳定性的问题非常复杂。首先，不是所有的生态学家都赞同“稳定”的含义。稳定性可以简单地定义为缺乏变化。如果是这样的话，顶级群落将被视为最稳定的，因为根据定义，他们随着时间推移而变化得最少。另外，稳定性也可以界定为生态系统在经历了严重破坏之后恢复原貌的速度，比如火灾。这种稳定性也被称作弹性。在这种情况下，顶级群落将是最脆弱和最不稳定的，因为它们可能需要数百年时间才能恢复到顶点状态。

即使是这种被定义为简单缺乏变化的稳定性也并非总是与最多样的物种联系起来。至少在温带地区，会经常在演替过程中发现最多的物种，而不是在顶级群落中。例如，红杉树林一旦成熟，其中的物种数量以及单个物种的数量都会减少。一般来说，多样性本身并不能保证稳定性(事实上正相反)，生态系统的数学模型也可以得出同样的结论。一个更复杂的系统可能比一个简单的系统更容易被破坏(一个十五速的赛车比一个孩子的三轮车更容易损坏)。

生态学家们更想弄清楚到底哪些因素有助于促成群落的恢复，因为世界各地的顶级群落都因为人类活动而遭受严重的损坏或毁坏。就像美国西北部圣海伦火山的猛烈喷发所造成的破坏，在人类活动对环境造成的破坏面前也相形见绌。我们必须了解对群落抵抗、破坏和恢复来说哪些是最重要的。

现在的很多生态学家们认为，顶级群落相对长期的稳定性并非来自于多样性，而是来自环境的“补缀”，随处变化的环境比始终如一的环境更有利于多种有机体的生存。当地物种灭亡后，马上就会被相邻群落的移民取代。即便是另一种不同的物种，它们也可以填补那些已灭绝生物的空缺，并保持食物网的完整。

Roger Rosenblatt's book Black Fiction
 ,in attempting to apply literary rather than sociopolitical criteria to its subject,successfully alters the approach taken by most previous studies.As Rosenblatt notes,criticism of Black writing has often served as a pretext for expounding on Black history.Addison Gayle's recent work,for example,judges the value of Black fiction by overtly political standards,rating each work according to the notions of Black identity which it propounds.

Although fiction assuredly springs from political circumstances，its authors react to those circumstances in ways other than ideological,and talking about novels and stories primarily as instruments of ideology circumvents much of the fictional enterprise.Rosenblatt's literary analysis discloses affinities and connections among works of Black fiction which solely political studies have overlooked or ignored.

Writing acceptable criticism of Black fiction,however,presupposes giving satisfactory answers to a number of questions.First of all,is there a sufficient reason,other than the facial identity of the authors,to group together works by Black authors?Second,how does Black fiction make itself distinct from other modern fiction with which it is largely contemporaneous?Rosenblatt shows that Black fiction constitutes a distinct body of writing that has an identifiable，coherent literary tradition.Looking at novels written by Black over the last eighty years,he discovers recurring concerns and designs independent of chronology.These structures are thematic,and they spring,not surprisingly,from the central fact that the Black characters in these novels exist in a predominantly white culture,whether they try to conform to that culture or rebel against it.


Black Fiction
 does leave some aesthetic questions open.Rosenblatt's thematic analysis permits considerable objectivity;he even explicitly states that it is not his intention to judge the merit of the various works-yet his reluctance seems misplaced,especially since an attempt to appraise might have led to interesting results.For instance,some of the novels appear to be structurally diffuse.Is this a defect,or are the authors working out of,or trying to forge,a different kind of aesthetic?In addition,the style of some Black novels,like Jean Toomer's Cane,verges on expressionism or surrealism;does this technique provide a counterpoint to the prevalent theme that portrays the fate against which Black heroes are pitted,a theme usually conveyed by more naturalistic modes of expression?

In spite of such omissions,what Rosenblatt does include in his discussion makes for an astute and worthwhile study.Black Fiction
 surveys a wide variety of novels,bringing to our attention in the process some fascinating and little-known works like James Weldon Johnson's Autobiography of an Ex-Colored Man
 .Its argument is tightly constructed,and its forthright,lucid style exemplifies levelheaded and penetrating criticism.

Science,in practice,depends far less on the experiments it prepares than on the preparedness of the minds of the men who watch the experiments.Sir Isaac Newton supposedly discovered gravity through the fall of an apple.Apples had been falling in many places for centuries and thousands of people had seen them fall.But Newton for years had been curious about the cause of the orbital motion of the moon and planets.What kept them in place?Why didn't they fall out of the sky?The fact that the apple fell down toward the earth and not up into the tree answered the question he had been asking himself about those larger fruits of the heavens,the moon and the planets.

How many men would have considered the possibility of an apple falling up into the tree?Newton did because he was not trying to predict anything.He was just wondering.His mind was ready for the unpredictable.Unpredictability is part of the essential nature of research.If you don't have unpredictable things,you don't have research.Scientists tend to forget this when writing their cut and dried reports for the technical journals,but history is filled with examples of it.

In talking to some scientists,particularly younger ones,you might gather the impression that they find the “scientific method” a substitute for imaginative thought.I've attended research conferences where a scientist has been asked what he thinks about the advisability of continuing a certain experiment.The scientist has frowned,looked at the graphs,and said “the data are still inconclusive.” “We know that,” the men from the budget office have said,“but what do you think?Is it worthwhile going on?What do you think we might expect?” The scientist has been shocked at having even been asked to speculate.

What this amounts to,of course,is that the scientist has become the victim of his own writings.He has put forward unquestioned claims so consistently that he not only believes them himself,but has convinced industrial and business management that they are true.If experiments are planned and carried out according to plan as faithfully as the reports in the science journals indicate,then it is perfectly logical for management to expect research to produce results measurable in dollars and cents.It is entirely reasonable for auditors to believe that scientists who know exactly where they are going and how they will get there should not be distracted by the necessity of keeping one eye on the cash register while the other eye is on the microscope.Nor,if regularity and conformity to a standard pattern are as desirable to the scientist as the writing of his papers would appear to reflect,is management to be blamed for discriminating against the “odd balls” among researchers in favor of more conventional thinkers who “work well with the team”.

Passage 1

In the late thirteenth century,northern Italian cities such as Genoa,Florence,and Venice began an economic resurgence
 that made them into the most important economic centers of Europe.By the seventeenth century,however,other European powers had taken over,as the Italian cities lost much of their economic might.

This decline can be seen clearly in the changes that affected Venetian shipping and trade.First,Venice's intermediary functions in the Adriatic Sea,where it had dominated the business of shipping for other parties,were lost to direct trading.In the fifteenth century there was little problem recruiting sailors to row the galleys (large ships propelled by oars):guilds (business associations) were required to provide rowers,and through a draft system free citizens served compulsorily when called for.In the early sixteenth century the shortage of rowers was not serious because the demand for galleys was limited by a move to round ships (round-hulled ships with more cargo space),with required fewer rowers.But the shortage of crews proved to be a greater and greater problem,despite continuous appeal to Venice's tradition of maritime greatness.Even though sailors'wages doubled among the northern Italian cities from 1550 to 1590,this did not elicit an increased supply.

The problem in shipping extended to the Arsenal,Venice's huge and powerful shipyard.Timber ran short,and it was necessary to procure it from farther and farther away.In ancient Roman times,the Italian peninsula had great forest of fir preferred for warships,but scarcity was apparent as early as the early fourteenth century.Arsenal officers first brought timber from the foothills of the Alps,then from north toward Trieste,and finally from across the Adriatic.Private shipbuilders were required to buy their oak abroad.As the costs of shipbuilding rose,Venice clung to its outdated standard while the Dutch were innovation in the lighter and more easily handled ships.

The step from buying foreign timber to buying foreign ships was regarded as a short one,especially when complaints were heard in the latter sixteenth century that the standards and traditions of the Arsenal were running down.Work was stretched out and done poorly.Older workers had been allowed to stop work a half hour before the regular time,and in 1601 younger workers left with them.Merchants complained that the privileges reserved for Venetian-built and owned ships were first extended to those Venetians who bought ships from abroad and then to foreign-built and owned vessels.Historian Frederic Lane observes that after the loss of ships in battle in the late sixteenth century,the shipbuilding industry no longer had the capacity to recover that it had displayed at the start of the century.

The conventional explanation for the loss of Venetian dominance in trade is establishment of the Portuguese direct sea route to the East,replacing the overland Silk Road from the Black Sea and the highly profitable Indian Ocean-caravan-eastern Mediterranean route to Venice.The Portuguese Vasco da Gama's Voyage around southern Africa to India took place at the end of the fifteenth century,and by 1502 the trans-Arabian caravan route had been cut off by political unrest.

The Venetian Council finally allowed round ships to enter the trade that was previously reserved for merchant galleys,thus reducing transport cost by one third.Prices of spices delivered by ship from the eastern Mediterranean came to equal those of spices transported by Portuguese vessels,but the increase in quantity with both routes in operation drove the price far down.Gradually,Venice's role as a storage and distribution center for spices and silk,dyes cotton,and gold decayed,and by the early seventeenth century Venice had lost its monopoly in markets such as France and southern Germany.

Venetian shipping had started to decline from about 1530-before the entry into the Mediterranean of large volumes of Dutch and British shipping-and was clearly outclassed by the end of the century.A contemporary of Shakespeare (1564-1616) observed that the productivity of Italian shipping had declined,compared with that of the British,because of conservatism and loss of expertise.Moreover,Italian sailors were deserting and emigrating,and captains,no longer recruited from the ranks of nobles,were weak on navigations.

Architecture is the art and science of designing structures that organize and enclose space for practical and symbolic purposes.Because architecture grows out of human needs and aspirations,it clearly communicates cultural values.Of all the visual arts,architecture affects our lives most directly for it determines the character of the human environment in major ways.

Architecture is a three-dimensional form.It utilizes space,mass,texture,line,light,and color.To be architecture,a building must achieve a working harmony with a variety of elements.Humans instinctively seek structures that will shelter and enhance their way of life.It is the work of architects to create buildings that are not simply constructions but also offer inspiration and delight.Buildings contribute to human life when they provide shelter,enrich space,complement their site,suit the climate,and are economically feasible.The client who pays for the building and defines its function is an important member of the architectural team.The mediocre design of many contemporary buildings can be traced to both clients and architects.

In order for the structure to achieve the size and strength necessary to meet its purpose,architecture employs methods of support that,because they are based on physical laws,have changed little since people first discovered them-even while building materials have changed dramatically.The world's architectural structures have also been devised in relation to the objective limitations of materials.Structures can be analyzed in terms of how they deal with downward forces created by gravity.They are designed to withstand the forces of compression (pushing together),tension (pulling apart),bending,or a combination of these in different parts of the structure.

Even development in architecture has been the result of major technological changes.Materials and methods of construction are integral parts of the design of architecture structures.In earlier times it was necessary to design structural systems suitable for the materials that were available,such as wood,stone,brick.Today technology has progressed to the point where it is possible to invent new building materials to suit the type of structure desired.Enormous changes in materials and techniques of construction within the last few generations have made it possible to enclose space with much greater ease and speed and with a minimum of material.Progress in this area can be measured by the difference in weight between buildings built now and those of comparable size built one hundred years ago.

Modern architectural forms generally have three separate components comparable to elements of the human body:a supporting skeleton or frame,an outer skin enclosing the interior spaces,and equipment,similar to the body's vital organs and systems.The equipment includes plumbing,electrical wiring,hot water,and air-conditioning.Of course in early architecture-such as igloos and adobe structures-there was no such equipment,and the skeleton and skin were often one.

Much of the world's great architecture has been constructed of stone because of its beauty,permanence,and availability.In the past,whole cities grew from the arduous task of cutting and piling stone upon.Some of the world's finest stone architecture can be seen in the ruins of the ancient Inca city of Machu Picchu high in the eastern Andes Mountains of Peru.The doorways and windows are made possible by placing over the open spaces thick stone beams that support the weight from above.A structural invention had to be made before the physical limitations of stone could be overcome and new architectural forms could be created.That invention was the arch,a curved structure originally made of separate stone or brick segments.The arch was used by the early cultures of the Mediterranean area chiefly for underground drains,but it was the Romans who first developed and used the arch extensively in aboveground structures.Roman builders perfected the semicircular arch made of separate blocks of stone.As a method of spanning space,the arch can support greater weight than a horizontal beam.It works in compression to divert the weight above it out to the sides,where the weight is borne by the vertical elements on either side of the arch.The arch is among the many important structural breakthroughs that have characterized architecture throughout the centuries.

在13世纪后期，意大利北部城市，如热那亚、佛罗伦萨和威尼斯逐渐出现了经济复苏，这使得它们成为欧洲最重要的经济中心。然而，到了17世纪，其他欧洲势力崛起，同时这些意大利城市失去了它们曾经的经济影响力。

这一衰退很明显地体现在影响威尼斯的航运以及贸易的变化上。首先，威尼斯在亚得里亚海上的中介功能——它曾控制着亚得里亚海上其他团体的航运产业——败给了直接贸易。在15世纪，为单层甲板大帆船（一种靠划桨驱动的大船）征募水手不算一个问题：行会（商业协会）负责提供桨手，当有需要的时候，会通过征用系统强制征召一些没有工作的公民。在16世纪早期，桨手的短缺问题还不算严重，由于圆船（一种使用圆形船体以提供更多货舱空间的船只）的出现，限制了单层甲板大帆船的需求，而圆船只需要很少的桨手。然而，尽管一再强调威尼斯海事的伟大，但是船员的短缺被证明是一个日益严重的问题。甚至当意大利北部城市水手的工资在1550年到1590年间翻倍时，水手的数量依然没有增长。

航运的问题延伸到了威尼斯军械库，威尼斯庞大且颇具实力的造船厂。木材短缺，必须从很远的地方运来。在古罗马时期，意大利半岛上有茂密的冷杉林，冷杉是建造军舰的好材料，但是不足的现象早在14世纪早期就出现了。军械库的长官最早从阿尔卑斯山脚下购买木材，而后则从北部到的里雅斯特地区（购买木材），最后则需跨过亚得里亚海（才能购得木材）。私人造船厂则不得不从国外购置橡木。当造船的成本增加时，威尼斯依旧固守着它那过时了的标准，而与此同时，荷兰则转向更轻更易操作的新型船只方面的创新。

从国外购买木材进而购买船只这一步很快就完成了，特别是在16世纪后期传出对威尼斯军械库不良的标准和传统的抱怨时。工人消极怠工，成品质量低下。老员工被允许在正常工时结束前半个小时就收工，到了1601年，年轻的员工也如此效仿。商人们抱怨那些建造和拥有船只的威尼斯人所拥有的特权先是扩展到那些从国外购得船只的威尼斯人身上，而后又进一步扩展到建造并拥有船只的外国人身上。历史学家弗雷德里克·莱恩观察到，自从16世纪后期在战场上损失了船只之后，造船业再也没有能力恢复到16世纪初那样了。

对威尼斯人失去贸易主导权的传统解释是，葡萄牙人建立的直接通往东方的海上航线替代了起自黑海的陆上丝绸之路以及通往威尼斯的高利润的印度洋—东地中海陆上商路。在15世纪末期，葡萄牙的瓦斯科·达·伽马实现了环绕南非到达印度的航行；而在1502年，通往阿拉伯国家的商路因政治动荡被切断。

威尼斯委员会最终允许在贸易中使用圆船，之前只允许使用单层甲板大帆船，因此运输的成本下降了1/3。从地中海东部船运过来的香料价格与葡萄牙航线船运的香料价格相当，但是两条运营的商线使得香料的总供应量增加，从而导致香料的价格大幅度下降。逐渐地，威尼斯作为香料、丝绸、染料棉和黄金的储存与配销中心的作用衰退了，到17世纪早期，威尼斯彻底失去了它在诸如法国和德国南部市场上的垄断地位。

威尼斯航运业的衰退是从大约1530年开始的——在大量荷兰和英国船只进入地中海之前——并且在16世纪末期明显被超越了。在莎士比亚时代 （1564—1616年），相比较英国，意大利航运业生产力已经在下降了，这是因为意大利的航运业过于守旧并且缺乏专业技术所致。此外，意大利船员逐渐逃离并移居到他乡，而船长不再是从贵族阶级中征召而来，在航海方面也暴露出各种不足。

为了达到建筑的目的，一定的大小和强度是必需的。尽管建筑材料已经发生了翻天覆地的变化，建筑采用的各种支撑方法自从人们发现它们以来鲜有改变，因为这些方法都建立在物理定律的基础上。世界的建筑结构也因为克服材料限制的目的而发展起来。建筑师们在设计建筑结构的时候需要将重力对材料的影响考虑在内，通过结构设计使建筑不同部分能抵抗压力、拉力、弯曲力或混合的压力。

甚至建筑的发展也是由重大的技术变革造成的。材料和建设方法是建筑结构设计整体的组成部分。早期，人们必须设计结构系统来配合当前可用的材料，如木头、石头和砖。现今的技术已经发展到能够创造新的建筑材料来适应想要应用的建筑结构。近几代建筑材料和科技的巨大变化使得包围空间更加简单、快速，并且用更少的材料。在这一领域的进步可以用现在修建的建筑和100年前建造的同规模建筑之间的重量差异来衡量。

类似人类的身体结构，现代建筑可以划分为三个独立的部分：支撑骨架或框架、围住内部空间的外壳以及像人体内器官一样重要的设施。这些设施包括管道、电线、热水和空调。当然，在早期的圆顶建筑和土坯建筑中并没有这样的设施，皮肤和骨骼也往往是合在一起的。

世界上大多数伟大的建筑都是石料建筑，因为石料建筑不仅外形漂亮、持久耐用，而且石头随处可得。在过去，整个城市的建筑物都是从艰苦的石块切割和堆砌发展起来的。在秘鲁安第斯山脉东部的马丘比丘印加古城遗址，可以看到世界上最棒的石质建筑。在开阔的空间上放置厚石板来支撑上面的石头，使门和窗的修建成为可能。设计师们必须在克服石头的物理限制以及新建筑形式发展之前发明出建筑结构，这就是拱形结构，即最初由分段的石头或砖块构成的弧形结构。拱最初在地中海早期文化中用来建设地下水渠，但古罗马人最先开发和广泛的利用它作为地上建筑的结构，他们完善了由分段的石块组成的半圆形拱。作为跨越空间的一种方式，拱可以比水平横梁支撑更大的重量。它使得其上的压力转移到两侧，由两侧垂直的部分来承担压力。拱形结构只是近百年来众多重要建筑结构的突破之一。

 、解题技巧


推测写作意图题和了解文章大意题有所不同，后者要知道文章讲什么，中心思想是什么，而前者要知道写文章是为了什么，达到什么目的。解答写作意图题比了解文章大意题更难，它不仅要求了解内容，还要了解作者的口气，分析作者的论述方法，这样才能推断出写作意图。例如以下短句表达了作者不同的用意。

1.To argue a belief文章作者摆事实，讲道理，论证自己的观点。

2.To inform people of…文章作者只介绍和传递信息，并不发表自己的看法。

3.To illustrate the significance/importance of…文章作者会从多方面阐述意义或重要性。

4.To warn people of certain danger文章作者会分析该事物的后果、危害性。

5.To analyse the causes of…文章作者会从间接、直接或平行几方面分析原因或因素。

6.To describe certain problems/phenomena文章作者会用事实、数据、例证或生动的形象描写。

7.To give people a piece of advice文章作者用祈使句较多。告诉读者方法、做法等。

8.To propose a solution文章作者会阐明某种建议或解决方法的可行性、优点等。

写作意图题型的提问方式一般为：

1.Why does the author mention/include/use…?

2.The author…in order to…

3.The author uses the example to…?

4.…for…purpose?

这种题目一般问的是作者举某个例子，说某句话的目的是什么，判断好题干是第一步，作者在举例子的时候的主要目的都是证明自己的观点，所以在做这类题目的时候，真正的解题关键在于，所问例子前方的观点，我们来看一道例题：

The first generation to experience these changes did not adopt the new attitudes easily.The factory clock became the symbol of the new work rules.One mill worker who finally quit complained revealingly about “obedience to the ding-dong of the bell-just as though we are so many living machines”.With the loss of personal freedom also came the loss of standing in the community.Unlike artisan workshops in which apprentices worked closely with the masters supervising them,factories sharply separated workers from management.Few workers rose through the ranks to supervisory positions,and even fewer could achieve the artisan's dream of setting up one's own business.Even well-paid workers sensed their decline in status.

这道阅读题目问，作者为什么引用工人的话。工人的话（One mill worker who finally quit complained revealingly about “obedience to the ding-dong of the bell-just as though we are so many living machines”.）在文章的第三句出现，作为和例子一样的目的，来支持本段的观点句，即第一句“The first generation to experience these changes did not adopt the new attitudes easily.（第一代经历这些变化的人没有轻易适应新的观点。）”所以正确选项应该为观点句的同义替换。正确答案选择A，即支持一种观点：对于工人来说很难适应在工厂工作。B选项里面的“工人退出（workers sometimes quit）”原文没有提到，C选项里面的clocks did not have a useful function（钟表不能发挥有效作用）不正确，最后D选项里面说到当工人抱怨的时候工厂最成功，显然是不正确的。

但不是所有的作者意图题，都只是段落的第一句话。每个段落的topic sentence位置不一样，或者说，每个例子对应的topic sentence位置不一样。我们再来看一个例子：

Sensitivity to physical laws is thus an important consideration for the maker of applied-art objects.It is often taken for granted that this is also true for the maker of fine-art objects.This assumption misses a significant difference between the two disciplines.Fine-art objects are not constrained by the laws of physics in the same way that applied-art objects are.Because their primary purpose is not functional,they are only limited in terms of the materials used to make them.Sculptures must,for example,be stable,which requires an understanding of the properties of mass,weight distribution,and stress.Paintings must have rigid stretchers so that the canvas will be taut,and the paint must not deteriorate,crack,or discolor.These are problems that must be overcome by the artist because they tend to intrude upon his or her conception of the work.For example,in the early Italian Renaissance,bronze statues of horses with a raised foreleg usually had a cannonball under that hoof.This was done because the cannonball was needed to support the weight of the leg.In other words,the demands of the laws of physics,not the sculptor's aesthetic intentions,placed the ball there.That this device was a necessary structural compromise is clear from the fact that the cannonball quickly disappeared when sculptors learned how to strengthen the internal structure of a statue with iron braces (iron being much stronger than bronze).

To paraphrase 18th-century statesman Edmund Burke,“All that is needed for the triumph of a misguided cause is that good people do nothing.”One such cause now seeks to end biomedical research because of the theory that animal shave rights ruling out their use in research.Scientists need to respond forcefully to animal rights advocates,whose arguments are confusing the public and thereby threatening advances in health knowledge and care.Leaders of the animal rights movement target biomedical research because it depends on public funding,and few people understand the process of health care research.Hearing allegations of cruelty to animals in research settings,many are perplexed that anyone would deliberately harm an animal.

For example,a grandmotherly woman staffing an animal rights booth at a recent street fair was distributing a brochure that encouraged readers not to use anything that comes from or is animals-no meat,no fur,no medicines.Asked if she opposed immunizations,she wanted to know if vaccines come from animal research.When assured that they do,she replied,“Then I would have to say yes.” Asked what will happen when epidemics return,she said,“Don't worry,scientists will find some way of using computers.” Such well-meaning people just don't understand.

Scientists must communicate their message to the public in a compassionate,understandable way-in human terms,not in the language of molecular biology.We need to make clear the connection between animal research and a grandmother's hip replacement,a father's bypass operation,a baby's vaccinations,and even a pet's shots.To those who are unaware that animal research was needed to produce these treatments,as well as new treatments and vaccines,animal research seems wasteful at best and cruel at worst.

Much can be done.Scientists could“adopt”middle school classes and present their own research.They should be quick to respond to letters to the editor,lest animal rights misinformation go unchallenged and acquire a deceptive appearance of truth.Research institutions could be opened to tours,to show that laboratory animals receive humane care.Finally,because the ultimate stakeholders are patients,the health research community should actively recruit to its cause not only well-known personalities such as Stephen Cooper,who has made courageous statements about the value of animal research,but all who receive medical treatment.If good people do nothing there is a real possibility that an uninformed citizenry will extinguish the precious embers of medical progress.

 】 作者写作意图题。这个例子说的是一位老太太向大家散发传单，号召大家不要用任何来自于动物或在动物身上试验过的东西。当问及是否反对使用疫苗时，老太太说，若疫苗也来源于动物，那么就不应使用疫苗，流行病自有科学家们用计算机来解决。可见老太太对科学的无知。而她的这种无知是很普遍的。作者在第二段最后一句话感叹“这些好心人压根儿就不明白”，所以答案为B。A说的是公众对动物试验的不满。但是，老太太的例子不仅仅是为了说明这一点。这个论据反映的是什么论点呢?从全文来看，作者的目的不是为了写公众有多愤怒，而在于指出公众不满的根源——对医学研究不了解，然后呼唤科学家们针对这个根源采取行动。所以老太太的例子反映的是公众的无知。

Wild Bill Donovan would have loved the Internet.The American spymaster who built the Office of Strategic Services in the World War II and later laid the roots for the CIA was fascinated with information.Donovan believed in using whatever tools came to hand in the “great game” of espionage-spying as a “profession”.These days the Net,which has already re-made such everyday pastimes as buying books and ending mails,is reshaping Donovan's vocation as well.

The latest revolution isn't simply a matter of gentlemen reading other gentlemen's e-mail.That kind of electronic spying has been going on for decades.In the past three or four years,the World Wide Web has given birth to a whole industry of point-and-click spying.The spooks call it “open-source intelligence”,and as the Net grows,it is becoming increasingly influential.In 1995 the CIA held a contest to see who could compile the most data about Burundi.The winner,by a large margin,was a tiny Virginia company called Open-Source Solutions，whose clear advantage was its mastery of the electronic world.

Among the firms making the biggest splash in this new world is Stratford,Inc.,a private intelligence-analysis firm based in Austin,Texas.Stratford makes money by selling the results of spying (covering nations from Chile to Russia) to corporations like energy-services firm McDermott International.Many of its predictions are available online at www.straitford.com.

Stratford president George Friedman says he sees the online world as a kind of mutually reinforcing tool for both information collection and distribution,a spymaster's dream.Last week his firm was busy vacuuming up data bits from the far corners of the world and predicting a crisis in Ukraine.“As soon as that report runs,we'll suddenly get 500 new Internet sign-ups from Ukraine,” says Friedman,a former political science professor.“And we'll hear back from some of them.” Open-source spying does have its risks,of course,since it can be difficult to tell good information from bad.That's where Stratford earns its keep.

Friedman relies on a lean staff of 20 in Austin.Several of his staff members have military-intelligence backgrounds.He sees the firm's outsider status as the key to its success.Stratford's briefs don't sound like the usual Washington back-and-for thing,whereby agencies avoid dramatic declarations on the chance they might be wrong.Stratford,says Friedman,takes pride in its independent voice.

Passage 1

Of all the physiological differences in human sleep compared with wakefulness that have been discovered in the last decade,changes in respiratory control are most dramatic.Not only are there differences in the level of the functioning of respiratory systems,there are even changes in how they function.Movements of the rib cage for breathing are reduced during sleep,making the contractions of the diaphragm more important.Yet because of the physics of lying down,the stomach applies weight against the diaphragm and makes it more difficult for the diaphragm to do its job.However,there are many other changes that affect respiration when asleep.

During wakefulness,breathing is controlled by two interacting systems.The first is an automatic,metabolic system whose control is centered in the brain stem.It subconsciously adjusts breathing rate and depth in order to regulate the levels of carbon dioxide (CO2
 ) and oxygen (O2
 ),and the acid-base ratio in the blood.The second system is the voluntary,behavioral system.Its control center is based in the forebrain,and it regulates breathing for use in speech,singing,sighing,and so on.It is capable of ignoring or overriding the automatic,metabolic system and produces an irregular pattern of breathing.

During NREM (the phase of sleep in which there is no rapid eye movement) breathing becomes deeper and more regular,but there is also a decrease in the breathing rate,resulting in less air being exchanged overall.This occurs because during NREM sleep the automatic,metabolic system has exclusive control over breathing and the body uses less oxygen and produces less carbon dioxide.Also,during sleep the automatic metabolic system is less responsive to carbon dioxide levels and oxygen levels in the blood.Two things result from these changes in breathing control that occur during sleep.First,there may be a brief cessation or reduction of breathing when falling asleep as the sleeper waxes and wanes between sleep and wakefulness and their differing control mechanisms.Second,once sleep is fully obtained,there is an increase of carbon dioxide and a decrease of oxygen in the blood that persists during NREM.

But that is not all that changes.During all phases of sleep,several changes in the air passages have been observed.It takes twice as much effort to breathe during sleep because of greater resistance to airflow in the airways and changes in the efficiency of the muscles used for breathing.Some of the muscles that help keep the upper airway open when breathing tend to become more relaxed during sleep,especially during REM (the phase of sleep in which there is rapid eye movement).Without this muscular action,inhaling is like sucking air out of a balloon-the narrow passages tend to collapse.Also there is a regular cycle of change in resistance between the two sides of the nose.If something blocks the “good” side,such as congestion from allergies or a cold,then resistance increases dramatically.Coupled with these factors is the loss of the complex interactions among the muscles that can change the route of airflow from nose to mouth.

Other respiratory regulating mechanisms apparently cease functioning during sleep.For example,during wakefulness there is an immediate,automatic,adaptive increase in breathing effort when inhaling is made more difficult (such as breathing through a restrictive face mask).This reflexive adjustment is totally absent during NREM sleep.Only after several inadequate breaths under such conditions,resulting in the considerable elevation of carbon dioxide and reduction of oxygen in the blood,is breathing effort adjusted.Finally,the coughing reflex in reaction to irritants in the airway produces not a cough during sleep but a cessation of breathing.If the irritation is severe enough,a sleeping person will arouse,clear the airway,then resume breathing and likely return to sleep.

Additional breathing changes occur during REM sleep that are even more dramatic than the changes that occur during NREM.The amount of air exchanged is even lower in REM than NREM because
 , although breathing is more rapid in REM
 ,it is also more irregular
 , with brief episodes of shallow breathing or absence of breathing.
 In addition,breathing during REM depends much more on the action of the diaphragm and much less on rib cage action.

Passage 2

The deserts,which already occupy approximately a fourth of the Earth's land surface,have in recent decades been increasing at an alarming pace.The expansion of desert like conditions into areas where they did not previously exist is called desertification.It has been estimated that an additional one-fourth of the Earth's land surface is threatened by this process.

Desertification is accomplished primarily through the loss of stabilizing natural vegetation and the subsequent accelerated erosion of the soil by wind and water.In some cases the loose soil is blown completely away,leaving a stony surface.In other cases,the finer particles may be removed,while the sand-sized particles are accumulated to form mobile hills or ridges of sand.

Even in the areas that retain a soil cover,the reduction of vegetation typically results in the loss of the soil's ability to absorb substantial quantities of water.The impact of raindrops on the loose soil tends to transfer fine clay particles into the tiniest soil spaces,sealing them and producing a surface that allows very little water penetration.Water absorption is greatly reduced;consequently runoff is increased,resulting in accelerated erosion rates.The gradual drying of the soil caused by its diminished ability to absorb water results in the further loss of vegetation,so that a cycle of progressive surface deterioration is established.

In some regions,the increase in desert areas is occurring largely as the result of a trend toward drier climatic conditions.Continued gradual global warming has produced an increase in aridity for some areas over the past few thousand years.The process may be accelerated in subsequent decades if global warming resulting from air pollution seriously increases.

There is little doubt,however,that desertification in most areas results primarily from human activities rather than natural processes.The semiarid lands bordering the deserts exist in a delicate ecological balance and are limited in their potential to adjust to increased environmental pressures.Expanding populations are subjecting the land to increasing pressures to provide them with food and fuel.In wet periods,the land may be able to respond to these stresses.During the dry periods that are common phenomena along the desert margins,though,the pressure on the land is often far in excess of its diminished capacity,and desertification results.

Four specific activities have been identified as major contributors to the desertification processes:overcultivation,overgrazing,firewood gathering,and overirrigation.The cultivation of crops has expanded into progressively drier regions as population densities have grown.These regions are especially likely to have periods of severe dryness,so that crop failures are common.Since the raising of most crops necessitates the prior removal of the natural vegetation,crop failures leave extensive tracts of land devoid of a plant cover and susceptible to wind and water erosion.

The raising of livestock is a major economic activity in semiarid lands,where grasses are generally the dominant type of natural vegetation.The consequences of an excessive number of livestock grazing in an area are the reduction of the vegetation cover and the trampling and pulverization of the soil.This is usually followed by the drying of the soil and accelerated erosion.

Firewood is the chief fuel used for cooking and heating in many countries.The increased pressures of expanding populations have led to the removal of woody plants so that many cities and towns are surrounded by large areas completely lacking in trees and shrubs.The increasing use of dried animal waste as a substitute fuel has also hurt the soil because this valuable soil conditioner and source of plant nutrients is no longer being returned to the land.

The final major human cause of desertification is soil salinization resulting from overirrigation.Excess water from irrigation sinks down into the water table.If no drainage system exists,the water table rises,bringing dissolved salts to the surface.The water evaporates and the salts are left behind,creating a white crustal layer that prevents air and water from reaching the underlying soil.

The extreme seriousness of desertification results from the vast areas of land and the tremendous numbers of people affected,as well as from the great difficulty of reversing or even slowing the process.Once the soil has been removed by erosion,only the passage of centuries or millennia will enable new soil to form.In areas where considerable soil still remains,though,a rigorously enforced program of land protection and cover-crop planting may make it possible to reverse the present deterioration of the surface.

关于人类睡觉和清醒时生理状态的差异在过去的十年里已被发现，在所有的这些差异中，呼吸系统控制方面的变化尤其引人注目。不仅是呼吸系统运作水平有差异，在如何运作方面也出现了变化。胸腔所做的呼吸运动在睡觉时会减少，使得横膈膜的收缩变得更为重要。然而由于躺下来的物理作用，胃部压迫横膈膜使得横膈膜难以工作。不管怎样，睡眠时还有很多其他的变化影响着呼吸。

清醒的时候，呼吸受到两个互相影响的系统的控制。第一个是自动的新陈代谢系统，它的控制中心在脑干。它会潜意识地调整呼吸频率和深度来控制二氧化碳和氧气的浓度以及血液中的酸碱比。第二套系统是自发行为系统。它的控制中心在前脑，调节说话、唱歌、叹息等行为时的呼吸。它能忽略或无视自动新陈代谢系统并且产生无规律的呼吸模式。

在NMER（睡觉时没有快速眼部活动的阶段）这个阶段中，呼吸会变得更深更有规律，但是呼吸频率会降低，导致总体空气交换减少。发生这个是因为在NREM睡眠阶段中，自动的新陈代谢系统会独自控制呼吸，身体会利用更少的氧气产生更少的二氧化碳。同时，自动的新陈代谢系统对血液中二氧化碳和氧气的含量反应并不灵敏。在睡眠中呼吸控制的变化会导致两个结果。第一，睡着时呼吸可能会有短暂的停止或减少，因为睡眠者在睡眠和清醒之间徘徊，而这两种状态的控制系统不一样。第二，一旦得到了充足的睡眠，血液中二氧化碳含量升高而氧气含量降低，在NREM阶段也会持续这样。

但这并不是全部的变化。在睡眠的所有阶段中，气道的一些变化已经被观察到了。睡眠时需要付出两倍的努力去呼吸，因为呼吸道气流的阻力会比较强并且用来呼吸的肌肉的效率会有变化。一些在呼吸时帮助保持上呼吸道通畅的肌肉在睡觉的时候会变得松弛，特别是在REM阶段（就是有快速眼部运动的睡眠阶段）。没有这种肌肉运动，呼吸空气就像从气球里吸气一样，狭窄的通道会面临崩溃。而且鼻子两侧的阻力也会周期性改变。如果有时候堵塞了“好”的一边，比如过敏和感冒引起的堵塞，阻力就会大大增加。与这些因素一起的是那些能够改变从鼻子到嘴巴的气流路径的肌肉之间失去了复杂的交互。

其他呼吸调节机制在睡眠时显然要停止运作。比如说，在清醒时如果呼吸变得困难的话就会有一个立即自动适应性的呼吸增强（比如戴上面具呼吸）。但在NREM状态时完全不存在这样反射性的调节。在这种情况下，只有几次不充分的呼吸后使得血液中二氧化碳的含量显著提升以及氧气的含量降低，呼吸才会被调整过来。最后，咳嗽反应在应对呼吸道中刺激物时产生的不是睡觉时咳嗽而是呼吸停止。如果刺激物足够严重，睡着的人会醒来清理气道，然后继续呼吸很可能再度入睡。

发生在REM时期的多余的呼吸变化比发生在NREM时期的呼吸变化更显著。REM的空气交换量要比NREM低，因为尽管REM中呼吸更加急促，但也更加没有规律，包括一些简短的浅呼吸或呼吸暂停。另外，REM时期的呼吸更多取决于横膈膜而不是胸腔的作用。

Passage 2 参考译文


沙漠已经占据了约四分之一的地球表面积，而且最近几十年正以惊人的速度扩张。沙漠化是指类似沙漠的环境蔓延到原本并非沙漠的区域。据估计，地球表面另外四分之一的地方正面临沙漠化威胁。

沙漠化主要通过以下过程实现：首先自然植被不断减少，随后风力和雨水加速了土壤的腐蚀。有的时候松散的土壤全部被风刮走，留下石质化的表层;其他情况下细小的沙粒可能会被吹走，而正常沙粒大小的砂子不断堆积，从而形成移动的沙丘或者沙脊。

即便是在保留了土壤表层的区域，植被减少也已成为土壤大量吸取地下水的能力下降的典型因素。雨水对松散土壤的冲击会把细小的黏土颗粒冲到土壤空隙中，封闭了土壤并降低土地表层水的渗透率。地表对水的吸收急剧减少，大量水资源流失，因此土壤的腐蚀率也随即增加。地表吸收水分的能力进一步弱化使得土壤越发干燥，导致植被的进一步流失，于是便形成了土壤沙化的恶性循环。

在一些地方，沙漠面积的扩大很大程度上归因于干燥的气候条件。在过去的几千年里，不断增加的温室效应使得一些地方干旱问题愈发严重。倘若空气污染带来的温室效应继续恶化，沙漠化进程会在未来数十年内加速实现。

然而，可以肯定的是，大部分地区沙漠化主要是由人类活动造成的，而非自然条件导致。沙漠边缘的半干旱土地所处的生态平衡环境非常脆弱，环境压力持续增加，而这些半干旱区域适应环境压力的能力极其有限。人口数量的增加使得人们不断向土地施压，依其提供食物和燃料。在湿润的季节里，土地兴许能够应付这些压力。但是在干旱的季节里，在沙漠周边的土地上，存在着这样一个十分普遍的现象：人类对土地施加的压力远远超过了土地自身减压的能力，因此最终形成了沙漠。

导致沙漠化的主要因素有四个：过度种植、过度放牧、过分砍伐、过度灌溉。由于人口密度增加，人们对粮食作物的种植已经扩展到日益干燥的区域。这些区域很有可能经常会发生干旱，所以农作物种植失败是很正常的事情。种植大量农作物需要事先移除天然植被，而农作物歉收后又会留下大面积荒地，非常容易被风力和雨水侵蚀。

在半干旱地区，草坪是主要的天然植被，家畜饲养是当地的一项主要经济活动。在一个地区过量饲养家畜会导致植被覆盖面积减少，土地被大量践踏和碾碎。通常，随之而来的就是土地硬化和加速侵蚀。

在很多国家木材是用来做饭和加热的最主要燃料。人口增加带来的压力促使人们大量砍伐木材，导致许多城市和乡村周围大面积的树木和灌木减少。同时人们大量使用烘干的动物排泄物作为替代燃料同样对土壤不利，因为这些珍贵的土壤成分调节剂和植物营养资源将不会再回归至土壤中。

造成土地沙漠化的最后一个主要人为因素在于人类过度灌溉导致土壤的盐碱化。灌溉多余的水渗透到地下水位。假如没有排水系统的存在，那么地下水位上升，把溶解的盐分带到土壤表面。水分蒸发后，盐分留在了表面，形成白色的地壳层，这一地壳层阻止了空气和水接触地底下的土壤。

沙漠化问题异常严重：沙漠区域的面积太广，大量人类活动导致沙漠化，而且，想要扭转或是缓和沙漠化进程也是相当困难的。一旦土壤被侵蚀，需要再经过几百到上千年的时间才会产生新的土壤。那些土壤仍大量保存完好的地方，急需一个严谨而有力的保护政策和植被覆盖计划来保护现有土地。

Passage 1

The city is an extraordinary processor of mass and energy and has its own metabolism.A daily input of water,food,and energy of various kinds is matched by an output of sewage,solid waste,air pollutants,energy,and materials that have been transformed in some way.The quantities involved are enormous.Many aspects of this energy use affect the atmosphere of a city,particularly in the production of heat.

In winter the heat produced by a city can equal or surpass the amount of heat available from the Sun.All the heat that warms a building eventually transfers to the surrounding air,a process that is quickest where houses are poorly insulated.But an automobile produces enough heat to warm an average house in winter,and if a house were perfectly insulated,one adult could also produce more than enough heat to warm it.Therefore,even without any industrial production of heat,an urban area tends to be warmer than the countryside that surrounds it.

The burning of fuel,such as by cars,is not the only source of this increased heat.Two other factors contribute to the higher overall temperature in cities.The first is the heat capacity of the materials that constitute the city,which is typically dominated by concrete and asphalt.During the day,heat from the Sun can be conducted into these materials and stored-to be released at night.But in the countryside materials have a significantly lower heat capacity because a vegetative blanket prevents heat from easily flowing into and out of the ground.The second factor is that radiant heat coming into the city from the Sun is trapped in two ways:(1) by a continuing series of reflection among the numerous vertical surfaces that buildings present and (2) by the dust dome,the cloudlike layer of polluted air that most cities produce.Shortwave radiation from the Sun passes through the pollution dome more easily than outgoing longwave radiation does;the latter is absorbed by the gaseous pollutants of the dome and reradiated back to the urban surface.

Cities,then,are warmer than the surrounding rural areas,and together they produce a phenomenon known as the urban heat island.Heat islands develop best under particular conditions associated with light winds,but they can form almost any time.The precise configuration
 of a heat island depends on several factors.For example,the wind can make a heat island stretch in the direction it blows.When a heat island is well developed,variations can be extreme;in winter,busy streets in cities can be 1.7℃ warmer than the side streets.Areas near traffic lights can be similarly warmer than the areas between them because of the effect of cars standing in traffic instead of moving.The maximum differences in temperature between neighboring urban and rural environments is called the heat-island intensity for that region.In general,the larger the city,the greater its heat-island intensity.The actual level of intensity depends on such factors as the physical layout,population density,and productive activities of a metropolis.

The surface-atmosphere relationships inside metropolitan areas produce a number of climatic peculiarities.For one thing,the presence or absence of moisture is affected by the special qualities of the urban surface.With much of the built-up landscape impenetrable by water,even gentle rain runs off almost immediately from rooftops,streets,and parking lots.Thus,city surfaces,as well as the air above them,tend to be drier between episodes of rain;with little water available for the cooling process of evaporation,relative humidity is usually lower.Wind movements are also modified in cities because buildings increase the friction on air flowing around them.This friction tends to slow the speed of winds,making them far less efficient at dispersing pollutants.On the other hand,air turbulence increases because of the effect of skyscrapers on airflow.Rainfall is also increased in cities.The cause appears to be in part greater turbulence in the urban atmosphere as hot air rises from the built-up surface.

Passage 2

Think back to your childhood and try to identify your earliest memory.How old were you?Most people are not able to recount memories for experiences prior to the age of three years,a phenomenon called infantile amnesia.The question of why infantile amnesia occurs has intrigued psychologists for decades,especially in light of ample evidence that infants and young children can display impressive memory capabilities.Many find that understanding the general nature of autobiographical memory,that is,memory for events that have occurred in one's own life,can provide some important clues to this mystery.Between ages three and four,children begin to give fairly lengthy and cohesive descriptions of events in their past.What factors are responsible for this developmental turning point?

Perhaps the explanation goes back to some ideas raised by influential Swiss psychologist Jean Piaget-namely,that children under age two years represent events in a qualitatively different form than older children do.According to this line of thought,the verbal abilities that blossom in the two year old allow events to be coded in a form radically different from the action-based codes of the infant.Verbal abilities of one year olds are,in fact,related to their memories for events one year later.When researchers had one year olds imitate an action sequence one year after they first saw it,there was correlation between the children's verbal skills at the time they first saw the event and their success on the later memory task.However,even children with low verbal skills showed evidence of remembering the event;thus,memories may be facilitated by but are not dependent on those verbal skills.

Another suggestion is that before children can talk about past events in their lives,they need to have a reasonable understanding of the self as a psychological entity.The development of an understanding of the self becomes evident between the first and second years of life and shows rapid elaboration in subsequent years.The realization that the physical self has continuity in time,according to this hypothesis,lays the foundation for the emergence of autobiographical memory.

A third possibility is that children will not be able to tell their own “life story” until they understand something about the general form stories take,that is,the structure of narratives.Knowledge about narratives arises from social interactions,particularly the storytelling that children experience from parents and the attempts parents make to talk with children about past events in their lives.When parents talk with children about “what we did today” or “last week” or “last year”,they guide the children's formation of a framework for talking about the past.They also provide children with reminders about the memory and relay the message that memories are valued as part of the cultural experience.It is interesting to note that some studies show Caucasian American children have earlier childhood memories than Korean children do.Furthermore,other studies show that Caucasian American mother-child pairs talk about past events three times more often than do Korean mother-child pairs.Thus,the types of social experiences children have do factor into the development of autobiographical memories.

A final suggestion is that children must begin to develop a “theory of mind”-an awareness of the concept of mental states (feelings,desires,beliefs,and thoughts),their own and those of others-before they can talk about their own past memories.Once children become capable of answering such questions as “What does it mean to remember?” and “What does it mean to know something?” improvements in memory seem to occur.

It may be that the developments just described are intertwined with and influence one another.Talking with parents about the past may enhance the development of the self-concept,for example,as well as help the child understand what it means to “remember”.No doubt the ability to talk about one's past represents memory of a different level of complexity than simple recognition or recall.

Passage 3

A heated debate has enlivened recent studies of evolution.Darwin's original thesis,and the viewpoint supported by evolutionary gradualists,is that species change continuously but slowly and in small increments.Such changes are all but invisible over the short time scale of modern observations,and,it is argued,they are usually obscured by innumerable gaps in the imperfect fossil record.Gradualism,with its stress on the slow pace of change,is a comforting position,repeated over and over again in generations of textbooks.By the early twentieth century,the question about the rate of evolution had been answered in favor of gradualism to most biologists'satisfaction.

Sometimes a closed question must be reopened as new evidence or new arguments based on old evidence come to light.In 1972 paleontologists Stephen Jay Gould and Niles Eldredge challenged conventional wisdom with an opposing viewpoint, the punctuated equilibrium hypothesis
 , which posits that species give rise to new species in relatively sudden bursts
 , without a lengthy transition period
 .These episodes of rapid evolution are separated by relatively long static spans during which a species may hardly change at all.

The punctuated equilibrium hypothesis attempts to explain a curious feature of the fossil record-one that has been familiar to paleontologist for more than a century but has usually been ignored.Many species appear to remain unchanged in the fossil record for millions of years-a situation that seems to be at odds with Darwin's model of continuous change.Intermediated fossil forms,predicted by gradualism,are typically lacking.In most localities a given species of clam or coral persists essentially unchanged throughout a thick formation of rock,only to be replaced suddenly by a new and different species.

The evolution of North American horse,which was once presented as a classic textbook example of gradual evolution,is now providing equally compelling evidence for punctuated equilibrium.A convincing 50-million-year sequence of modern horse ancestors-each slightly larger,with more complex teeth,a longer face,and a more prominent central toe-seemed to provide strong support for Darwin's contention that species evolve gradually.But close examination of those fossil deposits now reveals a somewhat different story.Horses evolved in discrete steps,each of which persisted almost unchanged for millions of years and was eventually replaced by a distinctive newer model.The four-toed Eohippus preceded the three-toed Miohippus,for example,but North American fossil evidence suggests a jerky,uneven transition between the two.If evolution had been a continuous,gradual process,one might expect that almost every fossil specimen would be slightly different from every year.

If it seems difficult to conceive how major changes could occur rapidly,consider this:an alteration of a single gene in files is enough to turn a normal fly with a single pair of wings into one that has two pairs of wings.

The question about the rate of evolution must now be turned around:does evolution ever proceed gradually,or does it always occur in short bursts?Detailed field studies of thick rock formations containing fossils provide the best potential tests of the competing theories.

Occasionally,a sequence of fossil-rich layers of rock permits a comprehensive look at one type of organism over a long period of time.For example,Peter Sheldon's studies of trilobites,a now extinct marine animal with a segmented body,offer a detailed glimpse into three million years of evolution in one marine environment.In that study,each of eight different trilobite species was observed to undergo a gradual change in the number of segments-typically an increase of one or two segments over the whole time interval.No significant discontinuous were observed,leading Sheldon to conclude that environmental conditions were quite stable during the period he examined.

Similar exhaustive studies are required for many different kinds of organisms from many different periods.Most researchers expect to find that both modes of transition from one species to another are at work in evolution.Slow,continuous change may be the norm during periods of environmental stability,while rapid evolution of new species occurs during periods of environment stress.But a lot more studies like Sheldon's are needed before we can say for sure.

Passage 4

Play is easier to define with examples than with concepts.In any case,in animals it consists of leaping,running,climbing,throwing,wrestling,and other movements,either along,with objects,or with other animals.Depending on the species,play may be primarily for social interaction,exercise,or exploration.One of the problems in providing a clear definition of play is that it involves the same behaviors that take place in other circumstance-dominance,predation,competition,and real fighting.Thus,whether play occurs or not depends on the intention of the animals,and the intentions are not always clear from behaviors alone.

Play appears to be a developmental characteristic of animals with fairly sophisticated nervous systems,mainly birds and mammals.Play has been studied most extensively in primates and canids (dogs).Exactly why animals play is still a matter debated in the research literature,and the reasons may not be the same for every species that plays.Determining the functions of play is difficult because the functions may be long-term,with beneficial effects not showing up until the animal's adulthood.

Play is not without considerable costs to the individual animal.Play is usually very active,involving movement in space and,at times,noise-making.Therefore,it results in the loss of fuel or energy that might better be used for growth or for building up fat stores in a young animal.Another potential cost of this activity is greater exposure to predators since play is attention-getting behavior.Great activities also increase the risk of injury in slipping or falling.

The benefits of play must outweigh costs,or play would not have evolved,according to Darwin's theory.Some of the potential benefits relate directly to the healthy development of the brain and nervous system.In one research study,two groups of young rats were raised under different conditions.One group developed in an “enriched” environment,which allowed the rats to interact with other rats,play with toys,and receive maze training.The other group lived in an “impoverished” environment in individual cages in a dimly lit room with little stimulation.At the end of the experiments,the results showed that the actual weight of the brains of the impoverished rats was less than that of those raised in the enriched environment (though they were fed the same diets).Other studies have shown that greater stimulation not only affects the size of the brain but also increase the number of connections between the nerve cells.Thus,active play may provide necessary stimulation to the growth of synaptic connections in the brain,especially the cerebellum,which is responsible for motor functioning and movements.

Play also stimulates the development of the muscle tissues themselves and may provide the opportunities to practice those movements needed for survival.Prey species,like young deer or goats,for example,typically play by performing sudden flight movements and turns,whereas predator species,such as cats,practice stalking,pouncing,and biting.

Play allows a young animal to explore its environment and practice skill in comparative safety since the surrounding adults generally do not expect the young to deal with threats or predators.Play can also provide practice in social behaviors needed for courtship and mating.Learning appropriate social behaviors is especially important for species that live in groups,like young monkeys that needed to learn to control selfishness and aggression and to understand the give-and-take involved in social groups.They need to learn how to be dominant and submissive because each monkey might have to play either role in the future.Most of these things are learned in the long developmental periods that primates have,during which they engage in countless play experiences with their peers.

There is a danger,of course,that play may be misinterpreted or not recognized as play by others,potentially leading to aggression.This is especially true when play consists of practicing normal aggressive or predator behaviors.Thus,many species have evolved clear signals to delineate playfulness.Dogs,for example,will wag their tails,get down their front legs,and stick their behinds in the air to indicate “what follows is just for play”.

Passage 5

Earth's surface is not made up of a single sheet of rock that forms a crust but rather a number of “tectonic plates” that fit closely,like the pieces of a giant jigsaw puzzle.Some plates carry islands or continents,while others form the seafloor.All are slowly moving because the plates float on a denser semi-liquid mantle,the layer between the crust and Earth's core.The plates have edges that are spreading ridges (where two plates are moving apart and new seafloor is being created),subduction zones (where two plates collide and one plunges beneath the other),or transform faults (where two plates neither converge nor diverge but merely move past one another).It is at the boundaries between plates that most of Earth's volcanism and earthquake activity occur.

Generally speaking,the interiors of plates are geologically uneventful.However,there are exceptions.A glance at a map of the Pacific Ocean reveals that there are many islands far out at sea that are actually volcanoes-many no longer active,some overgrown with coral-that originated from activity at points in the interior of the Pacific Plate that forms the Pacific seafloor.

How can volcanic activity occur so far from a plate boundary?The Hawaiian Islands provide a very instructive answer.Like many other island groups,they form a chain.The Hawaiian Islands Chain extends northwest from the island of Hawaii.In the 1840s American geologist James Daly observed that the different Hawaii islands seem to share a similar geologic evolution but are progressively more eroded,and therefore probable older,toward the northwest.Then in 1963,in the early days of the development of the theory of plate tectonics,Canadian geophysicist Tuzo Wilson realized that this age progression could result if the islands were formed on a surface plate moving over a fixed volcanic source in the interior.Wilson suggested that the long chain of volcanoes stretching northwest from Hawaii is simply the surface expression of a long-lived volcanic source located beneath the tectonic plate in the mantle.Today's most northwest island would have been the first to form.They as the plate moved slowly northwest,new volcanic islands would have forms as the plate moved over the volcanic source.The most recent island,Hawaii,would be at the end of the chain and is now over the volcanic source.

Although this idea was not immediately accepted,the dating of lavas in the Hawaii (and other) chains showed that their ages increase away from the presently active volcano,just as Daly had suggested.Wilson's analysis of these data is now a central part of plate tectonics.Most volcanoes that occur in the interiors of plates are believed to be produced by mantle plumes,columns of molten rock that rise from deep within the mantle.A volcano remains an active “hot spot” as long as it is over the plume.The plumes apparently originate at great depths,perhaps as deep as the boundary between the core and the mantle,and many have been active for a very long time.The oldest volcanoes in the Hawaii hot-spot trail have ages close to 80 million years.Other islands,including Tahiti and Easter Islands in the pacific,Reunion and Mauritius in the India Ocean,and indeed most of the large islands in the world's oceans,owe their existence to mantle plumes.

The oceanic volcanic islands and their hot-spot trails are thus especially useful for geologist because they record the past locations of the plate over a fixed source.They therefore permit the reconstruction of the process of seafloor spreading,and consequently of the geography of continents and of ocean basins in the past.For example,given the current position of the Pacific Plate,Hawaii is above the Pacific Ocean hot spot.So the position of the Pacific Plate 50 million years ago can be determined by moving it such that a 50-million-year-oil volcano in the hot-spot trail sits at the location of Hawaii today.However,because the ocean basins really are short-lived features on geologic times scale,reconstruction the world's geography by backtracking along the hotspot trail works only for the last 5 percent or so of geologic time.

城市是一个物质和能量的巨大处理器，拥有自己的新陈代谢。每天输入水、食物和各种各样的能量，相应地输出废水、废气、固体垃圾、废能和某种程度上已经变形的材料。这个过程中的物质转移量异常大。这种能源的消耗在很多方面影响城市的气候，尤其是在产生热量方面。

冬天城市所产生的热量可以达到或超过其从太阳那里接收的热量。所有用来供暖的热量最后都扩散至周围的空气中，这个过程在那些隔热效果差的房屋里进行得最快。一辆汽车所产生的热量足以为一个普通的房屋供暖，如果房屋隔热效果好，一个成年人产生的热量就足以让其保暖了。因此，即使没有任何工业产热，城市地区也会比它周围的乡村地区更暖和。

城市要比它周围的乡村地区热，同时它们产生了被称为城市热岛的现象。热岛效应在特殊条件下尤其是有微风时最明显，但是却几乎在任何时候都能形成。热岛的准确状态取决于好几个因素。比如风能在它出现的地方形成一个区域性的热岛。当一个热岛完全形成时，温度变化可能会非常极端；在冬天，繁忙的街道可能要比旁边的街道温度高1.7℃。那些红绿灯附近的地区同样要比红绿灯之间的地区暖和，因为汽车停止时候的热效应要比运动时明显。城市周边和乡村环境的最大不同是地区热岛效应的程度。一般来讲，城市越大，热岛效应的程度就越强。实际上热岛效应的程度取决于实际布局、人口密度和城市的生产活动等诸多因素。

参考译文


回忆你的童年并尝试找出你最早的记忆。那时你多大?大多数人无法描述出有关三岁前经历的记忆，这种现象就叫作婴儿期遗忘。为什么会发生婴儿期遗忘这个问题已经引发了心理学家们数十年的兴趣，尤其是有大量的证据说明婴幼儿表现出具有令人惊讶的记忆能力。不少人发现理解自传式记忆，即对在某人自己生活中发生的事件的记忆的一般特性可以为这个不解之谜提供一些重要的线索。3到4岁的儿童开始可以对自己过去经历过的事情给出相当长的具有连贯性的描述。是什么因素导致了这个发育的转折点?

也许对这个问题的解释可以追溯到具有影响力的瑞士心理学家——让·皮亚杰，他认为两岁以下的儿童与两岁以上的儿童回忆事件的方式有质的不同。根据这个思路，两岁的儿童发展出的语言能力可以使他们对事件的组织方式与婴儿基于动作的组织方式有根本的差异。事实上，一岁儿童的语言能力与他们一年后对事件的记忆有关。当研究人员让一岁的儿童们在第一次见到一个动作顺序的一年后模仿这个动作顺序，他们能否成功完成这个记忆任务与他们第一次看到这个事件时的语言能力相关。但是，即使是语言能力很差的儿童也显示出了记得该事件的证据，因此，语言能力可以促进记忆，但是记忆并不依赖于语言能力。

还有人提出在儿童能够讲述他们过去经历的事情之前，儿童需要对把自我当作一个心理实体有合理的认识。对自我认识的发展在1到2岁之前非常明显，并在随后的几年中显示出迅速的细致化。根据这个假说，身体自我在时间上的连续性是出现自传式记忆的基础。

第三种可能是儿童在他们理解故事发生的一般形式，即叙述的结构以前无法描述他们自己的“生活故事”。有关叙述的知识来源于社会互动，尤其是父母给儿童讲故事以及父母尝试跟孩子聊聊孩子们过去经历的事情。当父母跟孩子们说起“昨天我们做了什么”或者“上周”或者“去年”时，他们就会引导儿童形成讲述往事的框架。他们还唤醒了孩子们的记忆，并且向孩子们传达了记忆是文化体验宝贵的一部分信息。值得一提的是有些研究显示白种美国儿童比韩国儿童的童年记忆更早。此外，其他研究显示白种美国母亲与孩子交流过往事情的次数是韩国母亲与孩子的三倍。因此，儿童具有的社会经验的类型是发展出自传式记忆的一个因素。

最后一种解释是儿童必须在他们能够讲述自己对过去的记忆前开始发展出一种“心理理论”——对他们自己或别人的心理状态（感觉、欲望、信仰和思想）概念的认识。一旦儿童能够回答诸如“记得是什么意思?”以及“知道某事或某物是什么意思?”等问题的时候，这就会促进他们可能发生的记忆。

上面描述的各种发育之间可能会相互交织并且相互影响。与父母聊聊往事可以加强自我认知的发展，举例来说，就像帮助儿童理解什么是“记得”一样。讲述自己的往事无疑代表了比简单的认出或回忆更为复杂的记忆。

最近的一个关于进化的研究引发了激烈的争论。达尔文的原始论点和进化渐进主义者支持的观点是物种会持续地改变，但非常缓慢，增量也很小。这种改变是普遍的，但是现在短时间的观察是不能察觉的，并且，这个观点声称，它们通常被掩盖于不完美的化石记录的不可计数的缺失中。渐进主义及其对物种缓慢变化的引力让人欣然接受，并在世代的教科书中重复出现。在20世纪早期之前，大部分生物学家满足于利用渐进主义来回答关于进化速率的问题。

有时，已经有了结论的问题必须由在已有证据基础上出现的新证据和新论点使其重新展开讨论。在1972年，古生物学者Stephen Jay Gould和 Niles Eldredge用相反的论点挑战了世俗的结论，即断点平衡说，它假设了物种演变为新的物种是通过相对突然的爆发，并非通过长时间的过渡时期。迅速的进化期被时间相对更长的静态期分开，而在静态时期，物种几乎是完全不变的。

断点平衡论试着去解释化石记录的一个古怪的特点——在超过一个世纪的时间里它已经为古生物学者所熟悉，但一直被忽视。许多物种似乎在上百万年的化石记录中一直没有改变，这个情况与达尔文的模型所支持的物种的持续变化相悖。进化渐进论的支持者所预测的中间状态的化石一直没有出现。在大部分蛤和珊瑚的聚集地，其化石在很厚的岩石中实际上都没有变化，只是突然被另一个新的并且不同的物种取代。

北美马的进化曾经被用作经典的教科书案例来证明渐变进化论，现在却为断点平衡学提供了同样有说服力的证据。一个有说服力的5000万年的马祖先的进化模型——每一代都稍稍大一点，有更复杂的牙齿、更长的脸和中间更突出的脚趾——这一切都看似强有力地支持达尔文的论点，物种是逐步进化的。但是，对这些化石更严谨的验证现在揭示了一个不太一样的故事。马是在不连续的步骤中进化的，其中每个进化步骤中间都有上百万年时间保持不变，最后被一个不同的更新的模型取代。比如四只脚趾的Eohippus 在三只脚趾的Moihippus之前，但北美化石证据表明在这之间有一个不平稳的、不均衡的转换过程。如果进化一直都是连续、渐进的过程，人们应该预期到的是每年的化石样本都会存在细微的差别。

如果很难设想大的改变会迅速发生，想想这些：一个单一基因的改变就足以将有一对翅膀的苍蝇变成两对翅膀。

关于进化速度的问题现在发生了转变：进化过程是逐渐发生的，还是总是突然短时间爆发的?对含有化石的厚岩层的细致的现场调查可以检验这两个备受争论的理论。

偶尔，有一个系列的化石丰富的岩石可以允许人们综合性地观察一种生物在很长一段时间内的变化。比如，Peter Sheldon对于三叶虫（一种已灭绝的身体分节的海洋生物）的研究提供了其对三百万年来在同一海洋环境下进化的一些细节。研究中，人们观察到了八种三叶虫身体节数数量逐渐改变的过程，在整个时间段中，一般身体都增加了一到两节。没有明显的不连贯，这使Sheldon得出结论：海洋环境在那段时间是比较稳定的。

很多来自不同时期的不同生物都需要开展相近研究。大多数研究者希望发现物种进化的这两种模式都存在。缓慢的、连续的变化可能是在环境稳定的时间段下的规律，而快速进化的新物种则发生在环境变化时期的压力下。但是，我们需要更多地想Sheldon所做的研究以证明这个观点。

参考译文


用例证来定义玩耍要比用概念简单得多。在任何情况下，动物间的玩耍都包括跳跃、奔跑、攀登、投掷、格斗和另外的一些动作，而玩耍的对象可能有其他物品或者动物。根据物种的不同，玩耍的目的主要包括社交、锻炼或探索。定义“玩耍”的难点之一是，玩耍过程中常常包含一些与其他情况下相似的行为，例如统治、捕食、竞争和搏斗。因此，判断其是否玩耍，要根据动物的目的来确认，而常常通过行为本身很难分析其目的。

玩耍似乎是那些有着相对复杂的神经系统的动物（主要是鸟类和哺乳动物）的一个发育、发展的特征。玩耍的大量研究主要在灵长类和犬类中进行。动物到底为什么要玩耍在文献中仍然存在争议，并且每种物种玩耍的原因也不尽相同。确定玩耍的功能很难，因为它的功能是长期的，伴随着一些直到动物成年才会显现出来的有利影响。

玩耍对于动物个体并非没有一定的代价。玩耍通常是非常活跃的，包括一些动作，有时也会发出声音。所以，这些都会导致一些年幼动物的本来可以用来生长或者储存脂肪的能量流失。另一个潜在的代价是玩耍增加了动物暴露给天敌的概率，因为这些多是吸引注意的行为。大量的运动也会增加摔倒滑倒导致受伤的危险。

根据达尔文理论，玩耍的好处一定超过其损失，不然玩耍就不会得以进化。其中一些潜在的好处就是直接关于动物的大脑和神经系统的健康发展。在一项研究中，两组小鼠被养在不同的环境中。第一组成长在一个比较“富裕”的环境中，这样的环境使其可以与其他老鼠接触，玩玩具，并且接受迷宫训练。另一组生活在“穷困”的环境中，它们被养在独立笼子里，只有微弱的光照和极少的刺激。最后，结果表明生活在单一环境中的老鼠的大脑重量要比生活在复杂情况下的老鼠的大脑轻（即使它们被喂养的食物是一样的）。另外一些研究表明，较大的刺激不仅会影响大脑的大小，而且也会增加神经细胞间连接的数量。因此，活跃的玩耍可以为大脑中的突触连接提供必要的刺激，特别是负责运动机能的小脑。

玩耍也会刺激肌肉组织的生长，并能提供练习生存技能的机会。被捕食者，比如小鹿或者山羊，其典型的玩耍动作就是突然快速跳跃和转弯；相反，捕食者，比如猫科动物，则练习潜行追踪、猛扑和撕咬。

玩耍有助于幼年动物探索其生存环境，并且由于周围的成年动物一般不期望孩子去处理威胁和捕食者，所以它们可以在相对安全的环境中练习技能。玩耍也可以练习求爱和交配的社交行为。学习适当的社交行为特别重要，尤其是对于群居动物，比如猴子，它们需要学会控制自己的自私和攻击性，学着去懂得付出和收获的关系以融入群体。它们要学习怎么去统治和顺从因为每只猴子都会在将来扮演其中某个角色。大部分这类事情都在灵长类长期的幼龄时期学习，期间它们有数不清的玩耍经验。

当然玩耍也有危险。玩耍可能会被别的动物误会，或者不被当作玩耍而潜在地造成攻击。这个情况尤其在扮演练习正常的侵略性或捕食的行为过程中常见。因此，许多物种都有其明确表明玩耍的信号。比如狗，它们用会摇尾巴，前腿趴下，撅着屁股来表示“以下行为都是逗你玩儿的!”

 】原文这部分介绍了各种不同的edges的现象，并做了详细的解释，前面也说到plate的组成就像是jigsaw puzzle，从两处可以看出应该是要体现其复杂性。A项与原文矛盾，原文并没有对B项做出解释，D项原文给出的是geologic action常发生的地方，而不是little geologic action occurs,所以只有C项符合。

 】根据两个科学家的名字进行定位。从then in 1963这一句可以了解到两者的关系，说在板块理论刚开始发展的时期，Tuzo Wilson发现……那么肯定是使板块理论进一步发展了。所以B项不对。而C项虽然逻辑关系对，但文中只给了夏威夷岛一个例子。所以C项不选。D项说使解释流行，之前Daly只是给了理论，并没解释，所以不对。而A项既符合逻辑关系，对Wilson的描写也是正确的。

 】根据the Pacific Plate定位到第五段for example处，定位句几乎就是选项C的原义转换。A、B、D原文都没提到。


参考译文


地球的外壳并不是由单块岩石形成的，而是许多“构造板块”严密地组合在一起的，就像是一个巨大的拼图。一些板块承载着岛屿或是大陆，其他的则形成海底。所有板块都在缓慢移动，因为它们都漂浮在密度更大的半液态的介于地壳和地核之间的地幔上。板块的边缘是扩张脊（两个板块分离，新的海底形成的地方）、俯冲带（两板块碰撞，一个倾入到另一个下面）或者是形成断层（两板块既不聚集也不分散，但只是互相错位）。板块边界是地球上的火山和地震的高发地。

一般而言，板块内部在地质上是平静的，但也有例外。扫一眼太平洋的地图就知道那里有许多在大海深处的岛屿，它们其实都是火山，其中有许多已经不活动了，一些长满了珊瑚。这些火山都起源于当时太平洋板块内部一些在形成太平洋海底时的地质活动。

为什么火山活动发生在离板块边缘这么远的地方呢?夏威夷群岛提供了一个非常有启发性的答案。就像其他的群岛一样，它们形成了一个岛链。夏威夷群岛链从夏威夷岛向西北扩张。在19世纪40年代，地质学家James Daly观察到不同的夏威夷岛屿看起来经历了相似的演变过程，但它们所受腐蚀一个比一个严重，所以越往西北方向的岛屿形成时间可能越早。1963年，在大陆板块理论的早期，加拿大的地质学家Tuzo Wilson意识到岛屿年龄的增加可能是因为这些岛屿是板块表面从一个板块内部的固定火山源上方移动的结果。Wilson解释说，夏威夷向西北延伸的火山长链只是一个长期存于板块下、地幔中的火山源在板块表面的表现。现今最靠西北的岛屿可能是最先形成的。它们随着板块向西北移动。新的火山会随着板块的移动在火山源处形成。最年轻的岛屿——夏威夷岛，应该是在岛链的末端，现在应该在火山源上。

虽然这个理论并没有被很快接受，夏威夷和其他群岛岩浆的年龄测试表明了它们的年龄都从活跃的火山开始依次增加，正如Daly所说。Wilson对数据的分析已经成为板块构造论的核心部分。大多发生在板块内部的火山爆发都是由地幔柱造成的；地幔柱是从地幔深处涌出的熔岩柱体。只要火山在一个地幔柱上面，它就是一个活动的“热点”。地幔柱很显然起源于很深的地方，很可能位于地核和地幔的交界处，并且已经活跃了很久。由夏威夷热点形成的最老的火山已经有近8000万年的时间了。其他的岛屿，包括太平洋的塔希提岛和东部群岛、印度洋留尼汪岛和毛里求斯群岛，实际上，多数世界上大洋中的大岛都是由地幔柱的扩展形成的。

海洋火山岛和它们的热点轨迹对于地质学家尤其有用，因为它们记录了过去的板块在固定火山源上方的位置。他们因此可以重现海底扩张的过程，以及大陆和大洋盆地过去的地理位置发展过程。比如，根据太平洋板块现在的位置，夏威夷岛在太平洋热点上面。所以太平洋板块5000万年前的位置可以通过移动太平洋板块使得一座有5000万年历史的岛屿位于夏威夷岛现在所在的热点上。但是，由于海洋盆地在地质年代上是相对短命的，用热点追踪的方法重建世界的地形只适用于最近的百分之五左右的地质时间。


第七周 翻译

考情分析与应试指导


一
 、考点讲解


翻译包括英译汉和汉译英两个部分，所占分值一般在25%。英译汉出题的题型各个学校有所不同，有短文中的句子翻译，也有段落翻译，但此题型宗旨就是考查考生用英语进行逻辑思维的能力和对英语表达方法掌握的熟悉程度。短文中的句子翻译要求考生阅读一篇文章，并将其中5个画线部分的句子（约150词）翻译成中文，译文应准确、完整、通顺。画线的句子一般结构比较复杂，以考查考生的语法知识，以及正确理顺句子各部分关系的能力。要想翻译得高分，除了掌握必要的翻译技巧，了解各院校题目的来源与出题特点也是必不可少的。现在以南京大学2010年~2014年考博英语真题的翻译进行研究与总结，南京大学考博英语翻译部分2010年~2014年的题目来源如下：


英译汉题目来源




通过观察上表，我们可以得出以下信息：

从题量上来看，英译汉部分的题量一直是段落翻译，大概是1~2个段落，分值为15%~20%，英译汉题量变化的可能性不大。

从文章来源与选材看，翻译部分试题基本来源于杂志文章或者文学文章，文章选材专业性不是很强，基本涉及的是教育类和社会类相关的话题。

从难易程度来看，翻译部分是考博英语试题中难度较大的题目，一般来说，考生基本能看懂英译汉部分的英文文章，但是如何用中文语言表达出来是考生面临的比较大的问题。


汉译英题目来源




从题量上来看，汉译英部分的题量一直是1个段落翻译，分值为10%~15%，历年题量变化不大。

从文章来源与选材看，短文的内容涉及社会生活、科普、政治、经济、历史、文化、文学、哲学等领域人们普遍关注的问题。短文文字一般比较深奥或者涉及某个学科的学术问题再将其翻译为英文，对考生的中文理解能力与中英文转换能力提出了更高的要求。

从难易程度来看，翻译是考博英语试题中难度较大的题目，汉译英部分对考生来说，本身难度就较大，再加上翻译部分的试题一般与文学、哲学、科普、经济等各类问题相挂钩，这无疑更加大了翻译部分的试题难度。因此，考生在备考时，要扩大阅读范围，增加阅读量，各种类型、各种题材的文章都要了解一下，做到心中有底。


二
 、翻译技巧及经典例题



1
 .了解翻译的考查目标和标准


从语言技能方面，翻译考查的要点是理解和表达，主要集中在词汇和句法两个层面，考生对原文要有充分的理解，每个词的含义，每个句子的结构，都必须透彻理解，同时又必须上下通顺连贯，浑然天成；此外，考生还要有较强的表达能力，即较强的中英文写作功底，杜绝亦步亦趋、逐字逐句死译的毛病，提高把握整体的能力。要实现这些目标，考生在翻译时要：

（1）根据上下文推测词义，选择确定恰当的词义并用汉语准确表达；

（2）理解英语特殊的表意方式和语序，并能准确地转换成符合汉语习惯的句子；

（3）理解句子的句法结构、文章的总体结构以及单句之间、段落之间的关系，并以此为基础用汉语进行准确表达；

（4）根据上下文进行有关的判断、推理和引申并用汉语进行正确表达；理解作者的意图、观点或态度并采用恰当的语句用汉语进行准确表达。


2
 .挖掘造成翻译难度的原因


从历年考生答题的情况看，翻译部分尤其是英译汉部分得分普遍不高。英译汉之所以难，究其根本原因是英汉之间的差异错综复杂，既有语言表达方式方面的不同，又有思维逻辑以及文化习俗等方面的不同，这些都造成理解和表达上的重重困难。英译汉的难点在试题中主要反映在以下几个方面：

（1）词义的确定、句子的理解都依赖上下文。

英汉两种语言，除一些专有名词、科技术语以外，绝对等值的词为数很少，原因主要是英语词汇一词多类、一词多义的现象。在多数情况下一个英语单词往往有好几个，甚至几十个意思，错综复杂。例如英语的like同时兼类动词、名词、介词和形容词，含义更是五花八门。因此，词义对上下文的依赖性较大。确定的、充分的词义必须到上下文中去寻找。如果只记住某个单词的一两个基本意义，便不分场合，不加区别地套译原文，往往会使译文生硬难懂，甚至歪曲原义。因此，译者必须十分谨慎，要对原文的词义做深入、细致的分析，根据上下文所构成的语言环境来确定词义，从而准确无误地译出原意。

（2）抽象名词多。

英语中大量名词特别是抽象名词的罗列增加了理解和翻译的难度。抽象名词是表达抽象概念的名词，它的翻译是一个非常复杂的问题,需要根据上下文来具体确定这些抽象名词的汉语表达。但是,我们应该遵循一个基本的原则,即把抽象意义具体化,把抽象名词转化为具体名词或含有具体特指性的词。有时需要增词翻译或者改换说法。例如tension,complacency，unemployment这类抽象名词，译成汉语时可分别在“紧张”后面加上“局势”，“自满”后面增加“情绪”，“失业”后面补充“现象”等。

（3）后置定语长。

英语句子的中心词受很多修饰语修饰，最常见的是定语。英语的定语除了前置定语外，还有置于被修饰名词后的后置定语。前置定语往往由做修饰语的单词构成，后置定语则由短语或句子来充当。后置定语是汉语中没有的，因此是翻译定语从句的一个难点。

【例
 】 There is no agreement whether methodology refers to the concepts peculiar to historical work in general or to the research techniques appropriate to the various branches of historical inquiry.


译文
 ：所谓方法论是指一般的历史研究中的特有概念，还是指历史探究中各个具体领域适用的研究手段，人们对此意见不一。


分析
 ：句中concepts和techniques后分别有两个较长的形容词短语做后置定语，即peculiar to historical work in general和appropriate to the various branches of historical inquiry。翻译时应按照汉语习惯前置。

（4）句子较长，结构复杂。

英译汉试题的画线部分共约150词，平均一句30词，且结构复杂，内容抽象，都是典型的长难句。英语长句主要长在修饰成分上，这些修饰成分可能是词、短语或从句，一个套一个连用，形成迂回曲折，层见叠出的长句结构。

 】 What seemed to concern many people as much as the squandered money and the deaths of young men for a cause in which they did not believe was the feeling that the war was doing something terrible to the fabric of society forcing the nation and its sons to betray the very ideals upon which the country had been founded.

 ：许多人觉得这场战争正在使社会的结构受到可怕的损害，强迫国家和它的子民背离构成立国基础的理想。这种情况似乎如同花钱像流水、青年为了自己不信仰的事业白白送命一样使他们感到不安。


分析
 ：此句长达60个词，为多重复合句。第一层是主句的主干结构：What seemed to concern many people…was the feeling…第二层是分别修饰主句主语和表语的从句结构。主语是what引导的主语从句what seemed to concern many people，其中含有as much as引导的比较状语从句修饰谓语concern，即concern many people as much as…，意为“如同……一样似乎让很多人不安的事”。表语feeling后是that引导的同位语从句，其主干结构是the war was doing something。第三层结构是forcing…分词结构做状语，其中又包含了upon which引导的定语从句修饰ideals，直译为“国家建立基础的理想”。此外，该句用词也较抽象，如：fabric of society，the nation and its sons，betray the very ideals等。

（5）不少句子的表意方式与语序体现了英美人的思维习惯。

例1

Creating a “European identity” that respects the different cultures and traditions which go to make up the connecting fabric of the Old Continent is no easy task and demands a strategic choice.

 ：不同的文化和传统把欧洲大陆编织成一体，要创造出一种尊重这些不同文化和传统的“欧洲品牌”绝非易事，需要人们做出战略性的选择。


分析
 ：译文对原文语序做了适当的调整，将其逻辑关系隐含于句意中。如果照搬原文词序，逐字对译，将会生硬别扭，难以理解。这是一个创造性的过程，包含独特的方法和技巧。

例2

The study found that non-smoking wives of men who smoke cigarettes face a much greater than normal danger of developing lung cancer.The more cigarettes smoked by the husband,the greater the threat faced by his non-smoking wife.


译文
 ：这项研究表明，妻子不抽烟丈夫抽烟，妻子得肺癌的危险性比一般人大得多。丈夫抽的烟越多，妻子受到的威胁也就越大。


分析
 ：原文中 non-smoking wives of men who smoke cigarettes 很容易被译为“抽烟男子的不抽烟妻子”，这是不符合汉语表达习惯的词句，使人读起来很别扭。所以要根据原文含义，选择符合目标语的语言习惯进行翻译。

 、专题演练

1.In the following year,a formal peace pact was signed.About a month later,Cixi left Xi'an at last.She was utterly fearful of foreigners just as she was extremely arrogant toward her own countrymen.She stopped for a long time in He'nan and halted in Baoding for quite a few days before finally arriving in Beijing.According to unofficial accounts，an amusing episode took place during this long and drawn-out journey.When a local official offered a monkey to her as a gift，she was so pleased that she ordered a yellow mandarin jacket to be conferred upon the monkey.Later,a eunuch heard some officials complaining that people were considered less worthy than a monkey and went to inform Cixi，who realized that her order had been indeed a little too whimsical.So she issued another edict granting each of the escorting officials a yellow mandarin jacket.Upon the receipt of such an unusual favor the officials did not know whether they should thank Cixi or rather the monkey for it.

12.梭罗所理解的“低层次”，即为了拥有而去拥有，或通过与所有的邻居明争暗斗来拥有。他心目中的“高层次”，则是这样一种积极的人生戒律，即要使自己对自然界永恒之物的感悟臻于完美。

13.在某些社会中，人们希望拥有孩子是出于所谓的家庭原因：传宗接代，光宗耀祖，博取祖辈的欢心，使那些涉及整个家族的宗教仪式得以发挥其应有的作用。此类原因在现代世俗化的社会中似乎显得苍白，但它们在其他地方曾一度构成并确实仍在构成强有力的理由。

14.我所能奉献的唯有热血、辛劳、眼泪和汗水。我们所面临的将是一场极其严酷的考验，将是旷日持久的斗争和苦难。若问我们的政策是什么?我的回答是：在海上、陆上和空中作战。尽我们的全力，尽上帝赋予我们的全部力量去作战，与人类黑暗、可悲的罪恶史上空前凶残的暴政作战。

15.成功者不会毕生致力于这样一种概念：想象自己应该成为何种人。相反，他们即他们自己。因此，他们不会费神去装腔作势，故作姿态，摆布他人。他们明白：爱与假装爱，傻与假装傻，真正博学与假装博学之间是有区别的。

16.但是正如其他许多已经发生过的事情一样，当他们最终结婚后，发现最憧憬的生活变得再实际不过了。他们非但没有分担各自原先的责任——正如那些学生们所说的“一半一半”，相反却发现生活的负担加倍了。

17.动物有权利吗?问题通常就是这样提出的。这种提法听起来似乎有助于把问题讲清楚。事实并非如此，因为这种问法是以人们对人的权利有一种共识为基础的，而这种共识并不存在。

18.为什么凡·高的神话会经久不衰?这至少有两个深刻且有说服力的原因。表面上看，凡·高神话是一则为艺术英勇牺牲的故事，但它满足的是人性，激起的是人人皆有的复仇幻想。任何一个感到被人冷落、遭人轻视的人，都能与凡·高心心相印，进而希望能像凡·高那样有朝一日被人肯定，让批评他的人、怀疑他的亲属无地自容。

19.对于一个从事女权主义文学评论的女性来说，主观性还是客观性，或者说评论家应该做艺术家还是做科学家的争论有着特殊的重要性；对她来说，此问题不仅仅是学术上的，而且还是政治上的，并且她所给出的定义，不管有利于问题的哪一方面，都会招致特殊的风险。

20.弗吉尼亚·伍尔夫在创作《黛洛维夫人》时有关其创作意图的这番发人深思的陈述，迄今为止一贯为文学评论家们所忽略，因为它突出反映了她诸多文学兴趣中的某一方面，而这一方面则与人们对“诗性”小说家所形成的传统见解大相径庭。所谓的“诗性”小说家，所关注的是审视想入非非和白日梦幻的诸般状态，并致力于追寻个体意识的通幽曲径。

星期一 英译汉专题：名词性从句和定语从句的翻译


一
 、考点讲解


英语的名词性从句包括主语从名、宾语从句、表语从句和同位语从句等。翻译的时候，大多数可以按照原文的句子顺序翻译成相应的汉语译文。但是，有时候，可以采用其他翻译方法来灵活处理。现在分别来分析这些名词性从句的翻译规律并掌握其翻译技巧。

（一
 ）主语从句


（1）引导主语从句的关联词有从属连词：that，whether；关系代词：who,what,which,whom,whose,whatever,whoever,whomever,whichever;关系副词：when,where,how,why,however,whenever,wherever等。例如：

That (从属连词)you don't like him is none of my business.你不喜欢他不关我的事。

Whether(从属连词) the football game will be played depends on the weather.足球比赛是否举行将视天气而定。

What(连接代词)he said is true.他说的是真的。

Where(连接副词)his father has gone is not known yet.他的爸爸去了哪儿，还不知道。

以what,whatever,whoever,whether,when,where,how,why等词引导的主语从句，在翻译的时候，一般可以按照英语原文顺序来翻译。例如：

What you told me was only half-truth.你告诉我的只是些半真半假的东西而已。

Whatever you are trying to do cannot improve the situation.无论你努力做什么都不能改善这个形势。

Whether I go or not makes no difference.我走不走都没有关系。

When we can begin the experiment is still a question.我们何时才能开始这次实验仍然是悬而未决的问题。

How we are going to do it keeps secret.我们准备怎么做这件事情要保密。

现在分析下面两个主语从句的翻译：

“Whether the government should increase the financing of pure science at the expense of technology or vice versa often depends on the issue of which is seen as the driving force.”以此题为例，从whether开始，其余部分不需要考虑，只寻找动词的第三人称单数形式，我们发现了depends。那么，主语就是whether…technology。为什么不包括or vice versa?因为or 的出现，表明二选一的另外一种情况，此题中先不予考虑。从句中，具有动性的词及词组分别是：should,increase,但均非此题谓语部分，请大家务必注意。以depends on为谓语部分，后面的宾语及宾补很容易理解，以of 结构为核心，采取将修饰成分放在中心词之前。注意，此题当中的which,根据上下文，理解为“哪一个”的意思，因为具有实意，所以并非定语从句的引导词，这一点希望大家仔细判断。我们得到的结构如下：“主语”依赖于哪一个被看作是驱动力的问题。以代入的方法处理，调整语序，在汉语中先原因、条件、状态、方式、对象、假设，后结果、影响，我们将主语从句当中的词序调整为：政府(核心词)是否应该以技术为代价(方式)来增加(动作)对纯科学(对象)的投资还是相反，经常取决于哪一个被看作是驱动力的问题。

“How well the predictions will be validated by later performance depends upon the amount,reliability,and appropriateness of the information used,and on the skill and wisdom with which it is interpreted.”首先确定主语，从how开始，终止于performance。句中以逗号和and连用为切分标志，表明分值的分布为前后各1分，无论写哪部分，都可以得分。在这种翻译测试题型当中，以and为标志，表明前后两个分句之间成并列关系且同等重要，若前一分句中有相同的谓语部分或动词延续到and所在分句，那么在第二次出现时，英语中将其省略，汉语视情况决定是否补充。很明显，此题以how引导的从句为主语，谓语部分为depends upon (upon约等于on,前者是后者的强调形式)，第一个宾语为 “the amount,…of the information used”，可将其简化为 A,B,and C of D，第二个宾语为skill and wisdom，第二个宾语中的定语从句可以之后分析，但务必先明确整个句子的结构。

下面依次分析各个成分，并调整语序，最后组合：主语中，按照英汉语序的不同，调整为“预测在多大程度上会由后来的表现所证明是有效的”;谓语部分“取决于”;宾语1：所使用信息的数量，可靠性和适当性；宾语2：使其得以解决的技巧和智慧，或者解决它所用到的技巧和智慧。因此，该句的译文为：主语+依赖于+宾语1+还依赖于+宾语2。

现在请依据以上对主语从句翻译技巧的分析，做翻译练习：Whether to use other kinds of information,or both in a particular situation,depends,therefore,upon the evidences from experience concerning comparative validity,and on such factors as cost and availability.


思路
 ：首先，以and为标志，前后划分各为1分。其次，按照动词的第三人称单数标志，判断主语、谓语及宾语。第三，将各个成分中的单词按照语境翻译，并调整语序，最后组合成句。

（2）it做形式主语+谓语/系表结构+引导词+从句

如果主语从句太长，为避免句子结构头重脚轻，我们可用it做形式主语，而把主语从句放在主句谓语部分之后。that引导的主语从句可用it代替，that 不可省略。例如：

用it做形式主语的结构：

A：It is/was+形容词+that 从句

It's natural that…很自然……It's obvious that…显而易见……

It's fortunate that…幸运的是……It's (im)possible…(不)可能……

It's unlikely that…不可能 It's strange that…奇怪的是……

B:It is/was+名词+that 从句

It's a pity that…遗憾的是……It's a fact that…事实是……

It's good news that………是好消息。It's a wonder that………不足为奇。

It's an honour that…非常荣幸……It's a shame that…真是可耻……

It's common knowledge that………是常识。

C：It+不及物动词+that 从句

It seems that…似乎……It happened that…碰巧……

It appears that…看来……It turns out that…结果……

D：It is/was+过去分词+that 从句

It's not known that………不得而知。It's said that…据说……

It's reported that…据报道……It's decided that………尚未决定。

It's believed that…据认为……It's announced that…据宣布……

It suddenly struck me (occur to me) that…我突然想到(感觉到)……

E：其他

It doesn't matter………是无关紧要的。

It makes no difference…毫无区别……

It is of little consequence that………无关紧要。

It is a pity that she has made such a mistake.她犯这样的错误是令人遗憾的事。

It's strange that he didn't come yesterday.他昨天没来是很奇怪的。

It is reported that the number of wild animals in Africa is decreasing.据报道非洲野生动物的数量正在减少。

It is said that there was a terrible plane crash this morning.据说今天早上有一起可怕的飞机坠毁事故。

用it做形式主语的主语从句，可以把主语从句放到汉语句子最前面去翻译。为了强调，it一般可以译出来；如果不需要强调，it也可以不译出来。

It doesn't make much difference whether you attend the meeting or not.你参加不参加会议没有多大关系。（it没有翻译）

It seemed inconceivable that the pilot could have survived the crash.驾驶员在飞机坠毁之后，竟然还能活着，这看来是不可想象的。（it翻译为“这”）

有时候，如果主语从句仍然按照英语原来的顺序翻译的话，it一般不需要译出来。在汉语译文的开始，一般可以用“……的是……”这样的结构来翻译。

It is strange that he should have failed to see his own shortcomings.真奇怪，他竟然没有看出自己的缺点。（it不用翻译，还可以用“奇怪的是……”这样的结构来翻译）

（二
 ）宾语从句


（1）用that,what,how,when,which,why,whether,if 等引起的宾语从句，翻译成汉语的时候，一般不需要改变它在原句中的顺序。

I told him that because of the last condition,I'd have to turn it down.我告诉他，由于最后一个条件，我只得谢绝。

Can you hear what I say?你听得到我所讲的吗?

I don't know how he swam across the river.我不知道他是怎么游过那条河的。

He has informed me when they are to discuss my proposal.他已经通知我他们将在什么时候谈论我的建议。

有时可加“说”字，再接下去翻译英语原文宾语从句的内容。

Smith replied that he was sorry.史密斯回答说，他感到遗憾。

He would remind people again that it was decided not only by himself but by lots of others.他再三提醒大家说，决定这件事的不只是他一个人，还有其他许多人。

（2）用it做形式宾语的句子，在翻译的时候，that所引导的宾语从句一般可按英语原文顺序翻译；it有时候可以不用翻译。

I made it clear to them that they must hand in their papers before 10 o'clock in the morning.我向他们讲清楚了，他们必须在上午十点前交卷。（it没有翻译）

I heard it said that he had gone abroad.我听说他已经出国了。（it没有翻译）

但有时候，也可以在译文中将that引导的宾语从句提前到句子最前面翻译。

I regard it as an honor that I am chosen to attend the meeting.我被选参加会议，感到光荣。（it没有翻译）

We consider it absolutely necessary that we should open our door to the outside world.打开国门，实行开放，我们认为这是绝对必要的。（it翻译为“这”）

（三
 ）表语从句


英语中的表语从句放在系动词后面，充当表语成分，一般可以按照英语原文顺序直接翻译。

It seems that it is going to rain.看起来要下雨了。

That is why he got scolded.这就是他受到训斥的原因。

The question remains whether we can win the majority of the people.问题是我们能否赢得大多数人民群众的支持。

His view of the press was that the reporters were either for him or against him.他对新闻界的看法是，记者们不是支持他，就是反对他。

（四
 ）同位语从句


同位语从句主要是用来对名词做进一步的解释，说明名词的具体内容。能接同位语从

句的名词主要有：belief（相信），fact（事实），hope（希望），idea（想法，观点），doubt（怀疑），news（新闻，消息），rumor（传闻），conclusion（结论），evidence（证据），suggestion（建议），problem（问题），order（命令），answer（回答），decision（决定），discovery（发现），explanation（解释），information（消息），knowledge（知识），law（法律），opinion（意见，观点），truth（真理，事实），promise（承诺），report（报告），thought（思想），statement（声明），rule（规定），possibility（可能性）等。

（1）一般来说，同位语从句可以直接翻译在主句后面。

He expressed the hope that he would come over to visit China again.他表示希望再到中国来访问。

There is a possibility that he is a spy.他有可能是一个间谍。

（2）有时候在翻译同位语从句时，可以将其放在所修饰的名词前面，相当于前置的修饰语，但不一定使用定语的标志词“的”。在这种情况下，同位语从句都是比较简单。

We know the fact that bodies possess weight.我们都知道物体具有重量这一事实。

The rumor that he was arrested was unfounded.关于他被捕的传闻是没有根据的。

（3）增加“即”（或者“以为”）这样的词来连接，或用冒号、破折号直接分开主句和同位语从句。

But this does not in any way alter the fact that they are now,from a practical point of view,irrational.但这却丝毫改变不了这样一个事实，即从实用的观点来看，他们今天仍是不合理的。

We have reached the conclusion that practice is the criterion for testing truth.我们已经得出这样的结论：实践是检验真理的标准。

（五
 ）定语从句


英语中，定语从句分为限制性从句与非限制性从句两种。它们在英语中的位置一般是在其所修饰的先行词后面。限制性定语从句与非限制性定语从句的区别只是在于限制意义的强弱。而汉语中定语作为修饰语通常在所修饰的词前面，并且没有限制意义的强弱之分，因此，限制与非限制在翻译中并不起十分重要的作用。英语中多用结构复杂的定语从句，而汉语中修饰语则不宜臃肿。所以，在翻译定语从句时，一定要考虑汉语的表达习惯。如果英语的定语从句太长，无论是限制性的或非限制性的，都不宜译成汉语中的定语，而应用其他方法处理。常见的定语从句翻译有以下几种方法。

（1）前置法：把定语从句翻译到所修饰的先行词前面，可以用“的”来连接。

既然定语从句的意义是做定语修饰语，所以在翻译的时候，通常把较短的定语从句译成带“的”的前置定语，翻译在定语从句的先行词前面。例如：

He who has never tasted what is bitter does not know what is sweet.

没有吃过苦的人不知道什么是甜。

Space and oceans are the new world which scientists are trying to explore.

太空和海洋是科学家们努力探索的新领域。

His laughter,which was infectious,broke the silence.

他那富有感染力的笑声打破了沉寂。

（2）后置法：把定语从句翻译在所修饰的先行词后面，翻译为并列分句。

定语从句的结构常常比较复杂，如果翻译在其修饰的先行词前面的话，会显得定语太臃肿，而无法叙述清楚。这时，可以把定语从句翻译在先行词后面，译成并列分句。翻译时可以用两种方法来处理。

第一种方法就是重复先行词。由于定语从句的先行词通常在定语从句中充当句子成分，如果单独把定语从句翻译出来的话，常常需要重复先行词，还可以用代词代替先行词来重复。例如：

I told the story to John,who told it to his brother.

我把这件事告诉了约翰，约翰又告诉了他的弟弟。

We wish to express our satisfaction at this to the Special Committee,whose activities deserve to be encouraged.

我们对特别委员会表示满意，特别委员会的工作应该受到鼓励。

You,whose predecessors scored initial success in astronomical research,have acquired a greater accomplishment in this respect.

你们的先辈在天文学研究方面取得了初步的成功，而你们现在则在这一方面获得了更大的成就。

Although he lacks experience,he has enterprise and creativity,which are decisive in achieving success in the area.

他虽然经验不足，但很有进取心和创造力，而这正是在这一领域获得成功的关键。

第二种方法就是省略先行词。如果把定语从句翻译在先行词后面，在“通顺、完整”的前提下，有时候可以不用重复先行词。

They worked out a new method by which production has now been rapidly increased.

他们制订出一种新方案，采用之后产量已迅速得到提高。

After dinner,the four key negotiators resumed their talks,which continued well into the night.

饭后，四个主要谈判人物继续进行会谈，一直谈到深夜。

（3）融合法：把定语从句和它所修饰的先行词结合在一起翻译。

融合法是指翻译时把主句和定语从句融合成一个简单句，其中的定语从句译成单句中的谓语部分。由于限制性定语从句与主句关系较紧密，所以，融合法多用于翻译限制性定语从句，尤其是“there be”结构带有定语从句的句型。

There is a man downstairs who wants to see you.

楼下有人要见你。（原句中的主句部分there is a man翻译成“有人”，然后将定语从句译成句子的谓语部分。）

In our factory,there are many people who are much interested in the new invention.

在我们工厂里，许多人对这项新发明很感兴趣。（原句中的主句部分there are many people翻译成“许多人”，做译文的主语，然后将定语从句译成句子的谓语部分。）

She had a balance at her banker's which would have made her beloved anywhere.

她在银行里的存款足以使她到处受到欢迎。（原句的主句较简单，整个句子的重点是在定语从句中，因此，翻译时将主句译成主语，而将定语从句译成句子的谓语部分。）

（4）状译法

英语的定语从句与汉语中的定语还有一个不同的地方，那就是，英语中有些定语从句和主句关系不密切，它从语法上看是修饰定语从句的先行词的，但实际上限定作用不强，而是修饰主句的谓语或全句的，起状语作用。也就是说，有些定语从句兼有状语从句的职能，在意义上与主句有状语关系，表明原因、结果、目的、让步、假设等关系。在这种情况下，需要灵活处理，在准确理解英语原文的基础上，弄清楚逻辑关系，然后把英语中的这些定语从句翻译成各种相应的分句。

 “时间
 ”的分句


A driver who is driving the bus mustn't talk with others or be absent-minded.

司机在开车时，不许和人谈话，也不能走神。


译成表示
 “原因
 ”的分句


He showed no further wish for conversation with Mrs.Smith,who was now more than usually insolent and disagreeable.

他似乎不愿再和史密斯太太讲话，因为她现在异常无礼，令人厌烦。

 ”的分句


Men become desperate for work,any work,which will help them to keep alive their families.人们极其迫切地要求工作，不管什么工作，只要它能维持一家人的生活就行。

星期二 英译汉专题：状语从句的翻译技巧


一
 、考点讲解


状语从句内容丰富，涉及面广，可以用来表示时间、原因、条件、让步、目的、结果等意义。英语状语从句的翻译，一般比较容易处理，通常可以直接翻译。但是这里我们所要讨论的是，在汉语译文中，要如何将状语从句置于恰当的位置，如何将其与主句之间自然连贯地连接起来，如何按汉语的习惯表达将句子类型进行相应的变化。由于两种语言表达上的不同，在状语从句的安排方面，存在着明显的差异，所以在翻译的时候也需要根据汉语习惯来灵活翻译。

（一
 ）时间状语从句


在英语中，时间状语从句的连接词常常有：when（当……的时候），whenever（每当……），as（当……时），since（自从……），until（直到……，如果不……），till（直到……），before（在……前），after（在……后），as soon as（一……就），once（一旦……），the moment（一……就），immediately（一……就），the day（在……那天），no sooner…than（一……就），hardly（scarcely）…when（一……就），the instant（一……就），instantly（一……就），directly（一……就），the minute（一……就），the second（一……就），every time（每当……），by the time（等到……的时候）等。翻译的时候，一般翻译在主句的前面。

（1）译成相应的时间状语

While she spoke,the tears were running down.她说话时，泪水直流。

As he finished the speech,the audience burst into applause.他结束讲话的时候，听众掌声雷动。

（2）译成“一（刚、每）……就”的结构

Directly he uttered these words there was a dead silence.他刚说出这些话，大家就沉默下来。

（3）译成条件句

由于时间状语的引导词除了显示时间关系之外，有时候可以表示条件关系，所以还可以翻译为条件句。

Turn off the switch when anything goes wrong with the machine.

(4) 译成相应的表示时间的状语

When they analyzed these rocks,they found shocked quartz grains-slivers with a particular arrangement of micro cracks believed to represent the relic left by an extraterrestrial impact.在分析这些岩芯时，他们发现冲击石英颗粒——带有特殊排列的微裂缝的薄片，科学家认为他们是外层空间来的物体与地球碰撞留下来的遗迹。(when引导的时间直接翻译为 “在……的时候”。）

As land developed,rain water and rivers dissolved salts and other substances from rocks and carried them to the oceans,making the ocean salty.在陆地形成时，雨水和河水溶解了岩石中的盐和其他物质并把它们带入海洋，使海水变咸。(as在句中引导的是一个时间状语从句。)

(5) 根据语境确立时间状语的译法

The story dated back to one night in March,1993,when Mr.and Mrs.Shoemakers went to an observatory near San Diego,California to observe heavenly bodies till dawn.


分析
 ：根据上下文，when引导的时间状语从句并未翻译成“……的时候”，而是译成独立的句子。


译文
 ：故事发生在1993年3月的一个夜晚。苏梅克夫妇到加利福尼亚圣迭戈附近的一座天文台去观测天体，直到黎明。

Something further must be done to the amplified signals before they can be sent to the transmitting antenna.

对于放大了的信号，必须做进一步的处理后，才能被馈送到发射天线上去。（before引导的时间状语从句译为“……才……”使句意更为连贯。）

（二
 ）原因状语从句


英语中，原因状语从句的连接词常常是：because（因为），since（既然，由于），as（因为），now that（既然），seeing that（既然），considering that（考虑到，因为），in that（在某方面），in view of the fact that（鉴于）。在翻译的时候，大多数原因状语从句可以放在主句之前翻译。

（1）译成表示“原因”的分句，放在主句之前翻译，显示“前因后果”的关系。

The crops failed because the season was dry.因为季节干旱，作物歉收。

（2）原因状语从句在汉语中的位置，常常是“前因后果”。然而，英语则比较灵活，状语从句可以在主句前，也可以在主句后面。所以在翻译为汉语译文时，也有放在后面的。如果把原因状语从句放在主句后面翻译的话，有时候可以用汉语的“之所以……是因为”的结构来连接。

A gas differs from solid in that it has no definite shape.

气体不同于固体是因为（就在于）它没有固定的形状。

He will get promoted,for he has done good work.

他将得到提升，因为他工作做得好。

Theory is valuable because it can provide a direction for practice.

理论之所以有价值，是因为它能给实践指出方向。

（3）not…because的结构

在翻译由because引导的具有否定意义的原因状语从句时，尤其要注意否定意义的表达一定要确切。not与because发生关系，常常要翻译成“并不是因为……”。

The machine did not move because the fuel was used up.

机器停了下来，并不是因为燃料耗尽了。

（4）原因状语从句要译成表示原因的分句

You jump on the band wagon when you decide to support a candidate because public opinion studies show he is likely to win.如果民意调查显示某个候选人很可能会取胜，因此你决定支持他，你就跳上了宣传车。（译文将原句的语序做了前后调整，原因状语前置，而主句被翻译成表示结果的分句。）

He says computer manufacturers used to be more worried about electromagnetic interference,so they often put blocks of material inside to absorb stray signals.他说过去的计算机生产商往往更担心电磁干扰，所以他们常常内置一层材料来吸收杂散信号。

（三
 ）条件状语从句


英语中连接条件状语从句的连接词常常有：if（如果），unless（除非，如果不），providing that（假如），so long as（只要），on condition that（条件是），supposed that（假如），in case（如果），only if（只要），if only（但愿，要是……就好了）等。条件状语从句在翻译的时候，可以翻译在主句之前，也可以翻译在主句后面，有时候，还可以根据上下文省略连接词。

（1）翻译在主句前面。

It was better in case they were captured.要是把他们捉到了，那就更好了。

If you tell me about it,then I shall be able to decide.假如你把一切都告诉我，那么我就能够做出决定。

（2）翻译在主句后面，用来补充说明条件。“如果”“要是”“假如”等都是汉语中用来表示“假设”的常用关联词。汉语中表示“假设”的分句一般前置，但作为补充说明情况的分句则往往后置。

You can drive tonight if you are ready.你今晚就可以开车，如果你愿意的话。

No doubt I could earn something if I had really meant to.

毫无疑问，我本来是可以赚到一点的，如果我真有那样打算的话。

The amount of deformation is directly proportional to the applied stress provided the force does not exceed a certain limit.如果外力不超过某一限度的话，那么形变量与外力成正比。（本句中的条件状语由provided引导。）

（四
 ）让步状语从句


英语中，表示让步关系的连接词常常有：though（虽然），although（虽然），even if（即使），as（尽管），while（尽管），whatever（无论什么），wherever（无论哪里），whoever（无论谁），however（无论怎样），no matter（不论，不管），for all that（尽管），granted that（即使），in spite of that fact that（尽管），despite the fact that（不管）等。翻译的时候，通常把这些让步状语从句翻译在主句前面。

No matter what I say or how I say it,he always thinks I'm wrong.

不管我说什么，也不管我怎么说，他总是认为我错了。

While we cannot see the air,we can feel it.我们虽然看不见空气，但却能感觉到它。

Granted that you don't like the proposal,you shouldn't have rejected it without consulting others.即使你不喜欢这个建议，你也不应该没有同别人商量就把它否决了。

（五
 ）目的状语从句


在英语中，连接目的状语从句的连接词常常有：that（为了，以便），so that（为了，以便），lest（以防），in case（以防，以免），for fear that（以防），in order that（为了）等。

（1）表示目的的状语从句前置，一般来说，这种表示“为了”的目的状语从句通常放在主句前面翻译。

We should start early so that we might get there before noon.

为了正午以前赶到那里，我们应该很早就动身。

For example,a film can slow down the formation of crystals so that students can study the process.

例如，为了能让学生研究这一过程，电影可以放慢演示晶体的形成过程。

（2）表示目的的状语从句后置，表示“省（免）得”“以免”“以便”“使得”“生怕”等概念。

They hid themselves behind some bushes for fear that the enemy should find them.

他们躲在树丛后面，以防被敌人发现。

The saddles are either further fixed so that the cables may slide over them,mounted on rollers so that they move with any movement of the cables.

鞍座可以是固定的，这样钢缆可以在它上面滑动，也可以安装在滚柱上，这样鞍座就会随钢缆的移动而移动。（句中有两个目的状语从句，在翻译时，并未直接翻译成“为了……”，而是译为“这样……”，更能让人接受。）

While there are almost as many definitions of history as there are historians,modern practice most closely conforms to one that sees history as the attempt to recreate and explain the significant events of the past.

几乎每个历史学家对史学都有自己的界定，但现代史学家的实践最趋向于认为历史学试图重现过去的重大史实并对其做出解释。（这个句子的框架是While there are almost as many…as there are historians，modern practice most closely conforms to one that sees history as…。while引导让步状语从句，翻译时可译为“尽管……但是……”，as引导一个比较状语从句。主句中包含一个由关系代词that引导的定语从句，修饰one；one指代definition；definition意为“定义，界定”；modern practice在此意为“现代史学实践”；conform to原意为“遵照，顺从”，在此译为“趋向于认为”。）

（六
 ）结果状语从句


（1）英语中，连接结果状语从句的连词常常有：so that,so…that,such…that,to such a degree等，通常可以翻译为“结果，如此……以致……”，可以直接翻译。

He made a wrong decision,so that half of his lifetime was wasted.

他做了错误的决定，结果浪费了自己半生的时间。

（2）有时候，如果在主句中含有“never,never so,not so,not such”等否定词，“but that和but what”也可以连接结果状语从句，构成双重否定。翻译的时候，可以翻译为“没有……不”。

He is not so old but that he can read.他并没有老到不能读书。

She came in when I was having supper.我正在吃饭的时候，她进来了。

He pushed open the door gently and stole out of the room for fear that he should awake her.为了不惊醒她，他轻轻推开房门，悄悄地溜了出去。

星期三 英译汉专题：长难句的翻译技巧


一
 、考点讲解


英语长句一般指的是各种复杂句，翻译长句时首先要仔细阅读长句，理解主从句的关系，并联系上下文，弄懂全句的意思。复杂句里可能有多个从句，从句与从句之间的关系可能是包孕、嵌套，也可能是并列、平行。所以翻译长句，实际上我们的重点主要放在对各种从句的翻译上。从功能来说，英语有三大复合句，即：①名词性从句，包括主语从句、宾语从句、表语从句和同位语从句；②形容词性从句，即我们平常所说的定语从句；③状语从句。

正确翻译英语句子是英语学习者必须解决的问题。而在前面星期二和星期三的从句翻译的技巧中对这三大复合句的翻译分别做了较为详细的分析和总结。在一些考博英语翻译题型中，英译汉的句子翻译或者段落翻译中的句子都是这些从句相互嵌套在一起的，因此对于一些结构复杂的难句，我们应当使用技巧使其简单化。一般来说，可以使用顺序法、逆序法、分句法和插入语灵活翻译法。

（1） 顺序法

如果英语长句的时间顺序、逻辑顺序以及名词性从句与汉语句子基本相似，则可按原文顺序译。

President George Bush has rejected the treaty,calling it unfair in allowing developing countries such as China,India and Brazil，to carry on emitting green house gases unabated while rich countries must cut theirs.(布什总统已拒绝签署该条约，称该条约不公平，因为它允许诸如中国、印度和巴西等发展中国家继续不受限制地排放温室气体，而发达国家却必须减少它们的排放量。)

（2）逆序法

Neither believe nor reject anything,because any other person has rejected or believed it…（不要因为别人相信或拒绝了什么东西，你就也去相信或拒绝它……）

Yesterday,Iraqis got a glimpse of what life without Saddam Hussein may hold,as protests and politicking marked the first day of meetings to decide the country's fate.(昨天是伊拉克召开决定国家命运的会议的第一天，各种抗议和其他政治活动令人瞩目，让伊拉克人初次瞥见了没有萨达姆的生活会是什么样子。)

（3） 分译法

我们可以在翻译中将英语长句中一连串后置修饰语与其修饰成分分开来译，将短语或从句分拆译为短句。

The U.S.almost certainly will have departed from Thailand where the government has declared U.S.forces unwelcome and from Taiwan,China which the U.S.should evacuate under the terms of the U
 .S
 .-Chinese Shanghai Communique
 of 1972.（鉴于泰国已经宣布美国军队不受欢迎，而根据中美两国1972年《上海公报》的规定，美国应该从中国台湾撤军，因此，几乎可以肯定美国将会从泰国和中国台湾撤军。）

Across all continents,nearly a billion people seek,sometimes almost desperation,for the skills and knowledge and assistance by which they may satisfy from their own resources,the material wants common to all mankind.（遍及各大洲的近10亿人口在寻求，有时几乎是不惜一切地寻求技术、知识和援助。有了技术、知识和援助，他们就能够运用自己的资源来满足全人类的物质需要。）

当然在翻译长句时也可以把上述三种方法综合起来使用。翻译练习做多了，长句见多了，自然就会得心应手。只要我们端正态度踏踏实实，不断提高英文理解能力和中文表达水平，刻苦钻研，勤于积累，就能在博士英语考试翻译题型上拿高分。因为英语的句子结构复杂，逻辑性强，翻译起来困难相当大。但是，无论多长的句子、多么复杂的结构，都是由一些基本的成分组成的。只要弄清英语原文的句法结构，找出整个句子的中心内容及各层意思，然后分析各层意思之间的逻辑关系，再按汉语的特点和表达方式就可以译出原文了。长难句的句子结构大多数都是些复杂难以理解的句子，也有一些其实结构并不复杂，但因为句子很长也很容易让人困惑。因此，在其英译汉实践中，我们始终应记住英汉在句法结构上的差异，不必拘泥于形式。例如下面这些长难句的翻译：

①If you add to this the effects of a sonar set mounted in the small nose of a torpedo rushing through the water at speeds up to 80 miles per hour with its consequent noise and vibration,plus hull borne vibrations from the power plant,it can be seen that only the most advanced electronic filtering gives any chance of success.

【译文
 】如果你把带着巨大噪音和震动的，以每小时80英里速度穿过水中的一个鱼雷的鼻尖部位上所安装的一套声呐设备的效果也加进去考虑的话，再加上还有由电机部分所造成的外壳的震动，那么，可以清楚地看到：只有最先进的电子过滤器才有可能获得成功。

【解析
 】译者一般看完此句后如坠云里雾中，不知所云。其实，看懂长难句有点像撒网捕鱼，收网时应收紧网绳（叫纲），渔网自然会合拢。不要去乱抓网眼（叫目）。所谓的“纲举目张”，就是先找句子的骨架（主+谓+宾），再解决修饰成分（定、状等）。此句it后为主句，但it不是其真正主语，叫形式主语，真正主语为后边的that从句。一般来说，英语的“主+谓+宾”也应像汉语那样按顺序放好，主语放谓语前，即：只有最先进的电子过滤器才有成功的可能这一点可以被看得很明白。（形式主语it不必译。）但在英译汉中，应尽量少用被动句型。所以，此句可译为：可以很清楚地看出：只有最先进的电子过滤器才有可能获得成功。（形式主语it不必译出。）it前边不是句子的主要部分，而是一个由if 所引导的长长的状语从句。如果说“主+谓+宾”是树干的话，定、状则像树叶，要繁杂和麻烦得多。在整个if…这样一个句子构成的状语中，if you（主语） add （谓）the effect to this（双宾语）为基本框架；那第二个宾语为何要倒过来呢?因为第一个宾语effects 后面跟了那么长那么多的定语。（注意：英语常将定语写在名词后，这一点与中文大相径庭：中文的定语一律放在名词前）。第一个定语为介词词组of a sonar set，修饰effects，译为“一套声呐设施的效果”；第二个定语为mounted in the small nose，过去分词当定语，译为“被安装在一个小鼻子上的”；第三个定语of a torpedo“一个鱼雷的”；第四个定语rushing…译为“以每小时80英里速度穿行于水里的”；后边还有一个with…（plus…为两逗号间的插入语）。英文定语在名词后，中文却将定语放在名词effects前边。若定语不止一个，常采用倒着翻译的方法，我们称之为“倒解连环”。

②Studies by Hargrave and Green estimated natural community grazing rates by measuring feeding grates of individual zoo plankton species in the laboratory and then computing community grazing rates for field conditions using the known population density of grazers.

【译文
 】由哈格雷夫和吉恩所进行的研究，对自然条件下的群落捕食速率进行了估计，其手段是通过测量出实验室内单独的浮游动物种类的捕食速率，然后利用已知的食草动物种群密度，计算出实地状况下的群落捕食速率。

【解析
 】本句是一个带有复杂修饰的句子，要翻译好这个句子不但要清楚句子的复杂结构，而且还对译者的词汇能力提出了更高的要求。by以前的结构无须解释，by以后有两个做介词宾语短语的动名词结构，measuring和后面表示并列和顺接的and then之后的computing，说的是计算方法；前一个measuring说的是先算出实验室中浮游动物品种的单位捕食速率，后面的computing前其实省略了一个by，而且在这个动名词结构中还包括一个分词结构using the known population density of grazers，用已知的捕食者的种群密度计算出其野外的群体捕食速率。整个by以后的计算过程简化为：实验室单位速率×野外密度=野外群体速率。另外本句中的词汇也颇有迷惑性；虽然没有太难的单词，但是很多单词都是同义词和反义词，容易让人读混。

③This preference for exogamy,Gutman suggests,may have derived from West African rules governing marriage,which,though they differed from one tribal group to another,all involved some kind of prohibition against unions with close kin.

【译文
 】古特曼表示，这种对于外部通婚的偏爱很有可能缘起于西部非洲制约着婚姻的规定，尽管这些规定在一个和另一个部落群体之间不尽相同，但都涉及某种对近亲联姻的禁止。

【解析
 】本句有两个插入语，第一个插入语Gutman suggests割裂了主句的主语和谓语。West African rules后跟着两个修饰成分，第一个是分词修饰(governing marriage),第二个是以which引导的非限制性定语从句，从句中出现了第二个插入语though they differed from one tribal group to another，又割裂了从句引导词与谓语之间的联系。

④His thesis works relatively well when applied to discrimination against Blacks in the United States,but his definition of racial prejudice as "racially-based negative prejudgements against a group generally accepted as a race in any given region of ethnic competition"can be interpreted as also including hostility toward such ethnic groups as the Chinese in California and the Jews in medieval Europe.

【译文
 】当该社会学家的命题被应用于针对美国黑人的歧视时，相对而言尚能适用，但他对种族偏见所下的定义——即“以种族为基础的、针对某个群体的消极的先入之见，而该群体在任何特定的种族竞争地区则被普遍认作一种族”——可被理解成同样也囊括了针对加利福尼亚州的中国人以及中世纪的犹太人这样一些种族群体的敌视态度。

【解析
 】本句长度惊人，插入部分比较长，再加上不乏抽象词，所以较为难懂，在表示转折的后半个分句中，长长的插入语as “racially-based negative prejudgements against a group generally accepted as a race in any given region of ethnic competition”作为主语his definition of racial prejudice的同位语，使分句中的主谓相隔千山万水。除此之外，本句用词抽象，语义难以理解，对读者的词汇功底要求较高。考试现场若无法读懂，宜用合理化原则中的取非读法，but之前的分句说的是其论点对美国黑人的种族歧视较为管用，转折后的内容就应该说其理论对华人和犹太人相对无用。

⑤Such variations in size,shape,chemistry,conduction speed,excitation threshold,and the likes had been demonstrated in nerve cells remained negligible in significance for any possible correlation with the manifold dimensions of mental experience.

【译文
 】类似于这些已经被在神经细胞中证明的在大小、形状、化学过程、产生的速度、兴奋阈值及其类似的方面上所发生变化，当它们被用来与大脑的体验以可能的方式联系起来的时候，它们在重要性上仍然是微不足道的。

【解析
 】即使是初练翻译的人其实也很熟悉such thing as something这样的语言方式，可是当中间的小东西thing变成了一个长达十二个单词的大东西的时候，实在令人搞不清后面的as及其后的something 到底为何方神圣。再加上以such as 为中心的长主语距离系动词remain太远，更增加了本句的难度。在翻译这样的长难句的时候一定要反复阅读，直到读出这样的感觉：顺序阅读原文时，原文似乎就是几大块，就好像是such things as a remain negligible in a certain sense。

⑥Although some experiments show that,as an object becomes familiar,its internal representation becomes more holistic and the recognition process correspondingly more parallel,the weight of evidence seems to support the serial hypothesis,at least for objects that are not notably simple and familiar.

【译文
 】虽然某些实验表明，随着一个物体变得熟悉起来，其内心再现图像亦更具整体感，辨认过程相应地更趋于平行，但证据的砝码似乎在支持序列假设（serial hypothesis），至少是对于那些不甚简单、不甚熟悉的物体来说。

【解析
 】在Although引导的从句中，谓语show后面跟着一个长长的宾语从句，从句中先出现一个插入语as an object becomes familiar,之后的内容是由and 连接的两个并列的主谓宾。其实and前后就是两个句子，只不过作者省略了后面的句子中与前面相同的引导词that和谓语become。句子中有一个生词holistic，其实即使不认识，也能用合理化原则猜出它是后面serial的反义词、parallel的同义词，大约是统一、完整或同时的意思；其实只要能理解到其意思是与serial相反的即可。

在做英译汉时还要切记在英语的句子中，“主+谓+宾”基本与中文一致，是按顺序摆放的，而定语、状语经常倒着放，又长又多，比主、谓、宾要难很多。定、状语放好了，句子才能看明白，想看懂并正确翻译长难句，语法基本功一定要扎实。下面再选取部分英语阅读理解和翻译中出现的长难句进行分析，分析它们的结构，指出其中的考查难点，并对如何恰当翻译它们给出建议。

①The American spymaster who built the Office of Strategic Services in the World War II and later laid the roots for the CIA was fascinated with information.

【译文
 】这位美国间谍头目对情报很是着迷，他曾在第二次世界大战期间创立了战略情报局（或译：战略服务处），后来又为中央情报局打下了基础。

【解析
 】本句的主干结构是The American spymaster…was fascinated with information。spymaster的后面是一个定语从句，其中包含两个由and连接的并列结构。lay the roots for sth.表示“为……打下基础”，类似的还有lay a（the） foundation for sth.。例如：What you have learned at school will lay the roots for your future.（你在学校所学的知识将为你的未来打下基础。）fascinate（着迷）的常用搭配是be fascinated with sb./sth.，例如：He was fascinated with her smiles.（他为她的微笑而着迷。）当然，也可以说：Her smiles fascinate him.fascinate的形容词是fascinating，名词是fascination。

②These days the Net,which has already remade such everyday pastimes as buying books and sending mail,is reshaping Donovan's vocation as well.

【译文
 】互联网已经改变了购书和寄信这样的日常活动，如今也正在改变多诺万所从事的职业。

【解析

 】定语从句（who largely live off the tourists）修饰the townsfolk，而该定语从句的宾语the tourists的后面又跟了定语从句。注意，不能把not to see the plays的主语看作是the townsfolk。largely意为“在很大程度上，主要地”，如He owed his success largely to the support of his wife.（他的成功在很大程度上应归功于妻子的支持。）live off有两个意思，分别是“住在……外”或“靠……生活”，如：The family used to live off the small pocket of land they owned.（这家人过去靠着自家的一小块土地过日子。）Some college students have chosen to live off the campus.（有些大学生选择住在校外。）

④It is all deliciously ironic when you consider that Shakespeare,who earns their living,was himself an actor (with a beard) and did his share of noise making.

【解析
 】这是一个主从复合句，主句是It is all deliciously ironic。另外，非限制性定语从句who earns their living修饰Shakespeare，其字面意思是：莎士比亚挣钱养活他们，即他们靠莎士比亚过日子。ironic意为“讽刺的，说反话的；有讽刺意味的”，如：Ironically,even the government was aware of the situation.（具有讽刺意味的是，甚至连政府都清楚这一情况。）share做名词时表示“分享；份额；一份；股份”，句中did his share of noise making字面意思是“他也制造他那一份噪音”，即“莎士比亚当初也是吵吵嚷嚷的”，像现在的演员一样。

⑤The sightseers who come by bus and often take in Warwick Castle and Blenheim Palace on the side——don't usually see the plays,and some of them are even surprised to find a theatre in Stratford.

成分是对定语从句的补充。some of them are even surprised to find a theatre in Stratford是第二个分句。take in的词义较多，可以表示“接受，接待；吸收；理解，包括；轻信；注意到；欺骗”，在句中的意思是“游览，观光”。on the side意为“兼职；另外”，如：He did some accounting on the side.（他还帮人做会计。）

⑥It is the playgoers,the RSC contends,who bring in much of the towns revenue because they spend the night (some of them four or five nights) pouring cash into the hotels and restaurants.

⑨That means a higher proportion of what is in the sea is being caught,so the real difference between present and past is likely to be worse than the one recorded by changes in catch sizes.

星期四 英译汉专题：特殊结构的翻译技巧


一
 、考点讲解


在做英译汉的过程中还会遇到很多特殊结构的句子，要成功翻译这些句子，既要对原文理解正确无误，又要把汉语表达得流畅通顺。但在这两者中，正确理解原文既是起点也是关键。而要做到正确理解原文，就需要有扎实的英语语言功底，特别是要掌握一些特殊的英语句型结构知识和正确分析英语句子结构的能力。分析英语句子结构，是理解英语句子含义的基础。许多考生反映，一看到长句就恐慌;再加上句子结构特殊又有一些不认识的单词，直接就发懵了，根本不知道原文讲什么，所以只能认识几个单词就翻译几个单词，写出的译文自己都不知所云。这怎么能得高分呢?下面我们来看几种特殊结构的句子及其翻译技巧：

①Its subject (to use Maynard Mack's categories) is "life-as-spectacle" for readers,diverted by its various incidents,observe its hero Odysseus primarily from without;the tragic Iliad
 ,however,presents "life-as-experience":readers are asked to identify with the mind of Achilles,whose motivations render him a not particularly likable hero.

【译文
 】其主题〔若借鉴梅纳德·迈克（Maynard Mack）的两个分类范畴的话〕是“人生作为外部景象”，因为读者的注意力被作品那形形色色的事件所分散，主要是从外部来观察其主人公奥德修斯（Odyssus）的；然而，富于悲剧色彩的《伊利亚特》所表现的则是“人生作为内心体验”：读者被要求与阿基里斯（Achilles）的心灵产生共鸣，而其行为动机却致使他变作一个并非特别惹人喜爱的主人公。（从分号后的语句推理出前面的意思）

【解析
 】本句中尽管也存在一些复杂修饰和插入的内容，但是本句话之所以难懂，与其说是因为这些东西的影响，倒不如说是因为用词的抽象和语义的难以理解。在这个句子中就有subject,category,spectacle,divert,incident,hero,primarily,without,present,identify,motivation,particularly,likable等。即使认识这些单词，也并不意味着在翻译时能够准确把握其正确的含义。这里仅解释几个对于这句话最重要的单词：hero:在此不是指英雄，在文学评论型的文章当中，此单词的意思是“主人公”。without:在此处是一个熟词僻义，意思是“外部”，等于outside。likable:不可望文生义，它不是像什么东西的意思，而是“有吸引力”的意思，其同义词有pleasant或attractive。本句中，对于理解全句起到最大影响的，就是能否正确理解without这个单词，然而问题在于，如果不了解without的熟词僻义，是否可用合理化原则根据分号后的那句话推理出其意思?根据紧跟着分号的however，我们可以推断出分号前后的两句话所说的内容截然相反，因此可以从戏剧的描述中推出，without的意思应该是不去认同其主人公的内心世界。

②If one begins by examining why ancients refer to Amazons,it becomes clear that ancient Greek descriptions of such societies were meant not so much to represent observed historical fact——real Amazonian societies——but rather to offer "moral lessons" on the supposed outcome of women's rule in their own society.

 】这个句子中有两个词需要先解释一下：something be meant to represent是use something to mean的被动语态。mean在这里不是常用的“……的意思是”的意思，而是表示做某事所表达的目的、意图，其英文释义为：to serve or intend to convey,show,or indicate。句中的结构为：something be meant not so much to…but rather to,实际上是把be meant to和not rather 的两个固定搭配套在一起，意思是：不是为了……而是为了……另外，suppose的意思很抽象，不容易理解。此词既有“据信，被认为”的意思，也有预期的意思，还有表示贬义的“假想的、被想当然的”意思。本句的supposed用法极其特殊，在此处的意思，用以上任何一个释义来理解居然都可以成立，既是在说一个预期的社会状态，又是在说一个虚构出来的、本来不存在的社会状态，其用法类似于中文中的一语双关，这也是在翻译的时候最难处理之处。

 】本句的难度以倒装为主，复杂为辅；然而二者相互借力，难度更大，而且本句中有两个省略，就更令译者头痛。句子一开始的One such novel idea is that （idea） of之中的that of，是that idea of 的省略形式。此部分容易理解，后面开始变难。inserting into the chromosomes of plants discrete genes that are not a part of the plants'natural constitution,即把非此植物的genes 插入到该植物中。之所以倒装，是因为discrete genes加上复杂修饰的成分以后太长。同样，后面的the idea of inserting into nonleguminous plants the genes,if they can be identified and isolated,that fit the leguminous plants to be hosts for nitrogen-fixing bacteria一句，正常的语序也是the idea of inserting the genes,if they can be identified and isolated,that fit the leguminous plants to be hosts for nitro-fixing bacteria into nonleguminous plants,即把便于豆科植物成为固氮菌的寄主的基因（如果它们能够被找到并分离出来的话）插入到非豆科植物的基因中去。genes之后不但有定语从句的复杂修饰，而且在genes和that从句之间还有一个不短的插入语，增加了翻译难度。最后的一句话“Hence,the intensified research on legumes”,其实也不是一句话，只是一个词：research。作者省略了there is，其实此处即便看不清语法结构，其意思还是可以懂的。因此，如果可以看懂意思，不必去分析语法，在实战的应用中有其意义；英语句子中很多表达其实不严格遵守语法，或者有考生不懂的语法，在翻译的时候处心积虑地研究它们，不但没有实战意义，而且还会徒增烦恼。本句集各种语言现象，包括了几乎所有的难句类型。

②Virginia Woolf's provocative statement about her intentions in writing Mrs.Dalloway
 has regularly been ignored by the critics,since it highlights an aspect of her literary interests very different from the traditional picture of the "poetic" novelist concerned with examining states of reverie and vision and with following the intricate pathways of individual consciousness.

 】本句中修饰成分极多，以分词修饰和介词结构修饰为主，做各种类型的状语。前面的状语和主句还好理解，从leaving开始句子变难；leaving引导的直到句末的结构做整个句子的状语；分词中又包含了三个状语，其中的via oxidative metabolism，by the liver又起到了插入语的作用，把be converted into拆成两段。本句的另外一个特征是其中充斥着专有名词。其中的body fluids,oxidative和resynthesis通过字面的意思或者根据词头、词根我们还是应该能猜出其意思的，lactic acid,metabolism和muscle这三个词在生物类文章中极其常用；而glycogen这种单词则没办法，只能作为一个首字母提炼。但是请记住在翻译材料中如果出现了这种专有名词，出题者是一定会在原文中对它做注释的，所以译者遇到原文中做了解释的专有名词，应该力求把解释看懂后再翻译。

 】古特曼人令人信服地论辩道，黑人家庭的稳定有助于包括民间传说、音乐及宗教表达在内的黑人文化遗产一代一代传递下去，因而在维持文化遗产方面也起着至关重要的作用，而对于这种文化遗产，黑奴们不断地从其非洲和美洲的经历中予以丰富发展。

【解析
 】在这个由that引导的宾语从句中，encouraged的宾语the transmission of the Black heritage被同时表示并列和转折的and so 分开，给译者造成了理解上的困难，最后一个逗号后面的部分修饰前面Black heritage的同位语。

Although qualitative variance among nerve energies was never rigidly disproved,the doctrine was generally abandoned in favor of the opposing view,namely,that nerve impulses are essentially homogeneous in quality and are transmitted as “common currency” throughout the nervous system.

 】尽管在神经能量上存在着质的不同，这一点从来都没有在严格的意义上被反对过，但是以上教条通常被抛弃掉，而转向相反的观点，即：神经冲动从根本上本质相同，而且被当作“一种普通流”在整个神经系统中传播。

【解析
 】这个句子的前半个分句中有一个双重否定，was never rigidly disproved,这种表示法用中文说出来还是比较好懂的，原因是我们熟悉中文的这种表示法，但在英文中出现，因为在以前的学习中见得少，所以感觉很别扭。因此，同学们的任务就是通过反复阅读此类句子来熟悉这样的英语。其实在英文表达中，很多双重否定与中文表达是一样的，表示肯定；如not unlimited就等于limited。但是值得读者注意的是在GRE和GMAT这两种对考生的逻辑有苛刻要求的考试中，如果这种双重否定中所涉及的概念不是dichotomous（即二分法的词汇，比如上面例子中的limited和unlimited），则双重否定不一定表示肯定；比如本例中的not disprove,不能理解为agree，不反对者中，的确有人会同意，但通常心存疑虑，随大流者居多。不但如此，双重否定中加上限定词以后，在否定的范围上也有所变化，如本句的be never rigidly disproved（没有完全被反对）不能理解为“一直都被严格支持”，而应该理解成“一直都可能有人支持”。综上所述，对双重否定的句子，简单地把其置换为肯定，不是最精确的理解。而最好的办法，就是通过多读、多练来熟悉其语言表达及其逻辑方式，按照其字面的表达理解成没有完全否定，然后大脑中反应其目前的生存状态是一个仍未消失的状态；这种理解才是在考试现场既快速又精确的理解。运用前面所说的用合理化原则中的取非读法，可以很容易读出作者在后半个分句中想说前面的那种观点被反对了。但是，初学者会对这个分句中的something be abandoned in favor of something else这种语言表达感到突然，如果理解成因为喜后者而抛弃了前者，虽然也能说得通，但是其实原文从来没有这种因果关系，in favor of强调的是这两种动作的同时性；抛弃了前者，而转向后者，namely之后的内容是前面的opposing view的同位语。

 . 非谓语结构


动词不定式、分词(现在分词、过去分词)和动名词统称为非谓语动词。现代英语将现在分词和动名词合为一大类叫作“v.
 +ing”形式。这些动词的形式不能在句中单独做谓语用，因而没有语法主语，但可以有逻辑主语。由于没有语法主语，也就不受人称和数的限定；因为不是谓语，也就没有时态和语态，但这些词仍能表示动作和状态，所以仍有表示与其他动词相对时间关系的形式。由于与其他词有逻辑上的主谓关系，因此也有表示主、被动的形式，同时也有自己的宾语和状语。非谓语动词使句子结构严谨，逻辑性强，但也加大了理解和翻译的难度，遇到这类句子时一定要厘清脉络，分析清楚其成分，才能准确理解句意，正确进行翻译。

PPK was the first surgical procedure developed to reshape the cornea，by sculpting and using a laser.Often the exact same laser is used for LASIK and PEK.

 】光性折射角膜切削术使用激光塑形，它是最早重塑角膜的外科手术。通常激光辅助原位屈光性角膜成形术和光性折射角膜切削术使用的激光完全一样。

【解析
 】在这个句子中，过去分词短语developed to reshape the cornea做procedure的后置定语，介词by和其后面的动名词一起构成介宾结构by sculpting and using a laser，做方式状语。

例2

Manufacturing processes may be classified as unit production with small quantities being made and mass production with large numbers of identical parts being produced.

【译文
 】 制造过程可以分为单件生产和大量生产。单件生产就是生产少量的零件；大量生产就是生产大量的零件。

【解析
 】动名词短语manufacturing processes在句中做主语，现在分词短语being made和being produced在句中做后置定语，分别修饰quantities和parts。

例3

Scientists jumped to the rescue with some distinctly shaky evidence to the effect that the insects would eat up if birds failed to control them.

【译文
 】科学家们立即拿出某些明显站不住脚的证据来补救，大致说的是如果鸟类不能控制害虫的话，害虫就会把我们人类吃掉。

【解析
 】动词不定式 to control them在句中做宾语。句子的主干部分是scientists jumped to the rescue with some distinctly shaky evidence,后接that 引导的同位语从句；介词短语with some distinctly shaky evidence做状语，修饰谓语动词jumped to；if引导一个条件状语从句；to the effect that 意为“大意是……；主要内容是……”。

例4

He asserted,also,that his power to follow a long and purely abstract train of thought was very limited,for which reason he felt certain that he never could have succeed with mathematics.

【译文
 】他坚持认为自己进行长时间纯抽象思维的能力十分有限，由此他也认定自己在数学方面根本不可能有大的作为。

【解析
 】动词不定式to follow a long and purely abstract train of thought 在句子中做定语，修饰power。句子的主干部分是He asserted that…。His power…limited 是asserted 的宾语从句，for which 引导的非限制性定语从句修饰前面整个句子，在非限制性定语从句中又包含了一个由that引导的宾语从句。

 .独立主格结构


独立主格结构实质上就是带有自己主语的非限定分句和无动词分句。非限定分句和无动词分句通常是以主句的一定成分作为自己的逻辑主语，从而依附于主句。但也有一些非限定分句和无动词分句带有自己的主语，从而在结构上与主句不发生关系，因此传统语法称其为“独立结构”。其实，“独立结构”并非真正独立，而是一种从属分句。“独立结构”中的名词或代词与后面的形容词、副词、介词短语、分词、不定式等存在逻辑上的主谓关系。

独立结构按其结构形式，分为不定式独立结构、现在分词独立结构、过去分词独立结构和无动词独立结构。通常在句中起状语分句的作用，用逗号或者破折号与主句隔开，但与主句之间不能使用任何连接词。独立结构在句子中的位置比较灵活，它可以位于句首、句中或句尾，在翻译时要注意适当调整汉语的顺序。

例1

All things considered,I think I ought to award the job to Smith.所有的事情都考虑进来，我认为我应该把这个工作奖励给史密斯。

例2

He stood in the doorway,his wet cloak dripping water on the rug,and waited for some sign of recognition.他站在门口，湿淋淋的斗篷往地毯上滴着水，等着被认出来。

例3

Cartwright sat there in silence,his right cheek twitching as usual.卡特莱特默不作声地坐在那儿，他的右脸颊像往常一样抽搐着。

如果一个句子中含有几个独立结构，通常是把表示概括意义的结构置于最后，翻译的时候按顺序逐一翻译即可。

例如：The professor was slammed against the wall,his body frisked,his wrists handcuffed,his dignity lost.教授被顶到墙根儿处，身体被搜查，手腕被拷住，尊严丧失。

星期五 汉译英专题：汉语句子的翻译技巧


一
 、考点讲解


汉英两种语言在句法、词汇、修辞等方面均存在着很大的差异，因此在进行汉英互译时必然会遇到很多困难，需要有一定的翻译技巧作指导。常用的翻译技巧有增译法、省译法、转换法、拆句法、合并法、正译法、反译法、倒置法、包孕法、插入法、重组法和综合法等。这些技巧经常运用于汉英互译的过程中。但是翻译中有这样的一个悖论：即在汉英互译的过程中，译者常常会讨论英汉翻译和汉英翻译哪个更难的问题，而大多数人会认为汉译英更难。其实并非如此。英汉翻译和汉英翻译，没有哪一个更难和不难的问题，只是因人而异，视个人的英语水平和翻译水平而定。那么，为什么大多数中国人会有一种明显的“汉英翻译比英汉翻译更难”的感觉呢?要回答这个问题，我们有必要了解一下翻译的过程。其实，无论是英汉翻译，还是汉英翻译，就翻译的过程而言，只有两个：一是对原文的理解，二是用译文来表达。弄明白理解和表达这两个过程，我们就可以清楚地看到，为什么大多数人会有一种“汉英翻译更难”的想法了。

首先，有必要考查一下英汉翻译的过程。如果做英汉翻译的话，我们第一步需要理解英语，然后再把理解到的英语表达成汉语就可以了。因为英语毕竟是我们的外语，所以大多数人认为，我们不懂英语是正常的。所以，无论英译汉这个过程中，英语有多难或者有多简单都没有关系，我们可以查阅英语词典得出比较正确的译文。然后，换过来，汉译英则不一样了。那些认为汉译英更难的人就认为，明明我们认识汉语，却不能用地道的英语来翻译，所以，汉译英很难做。但是，如果我们这样来想，在英译汉的过程中，我们连第一步（理解英语）可能都无法完成；而汉译英的话，好歹我们能完成翻译的第一步（理解汉语原文）。

既然如此，我们就能够克服那种长期以来认为“汉英翻译更难”的心理障碍了。那么要想比较有效地完成汉英翻译，就可以从以下三个步骤来着手：

第一步，定主语：在翻译中，最小的翻译单位是什么?是篇章吗?是段落吗?是句子吗?是单词吗?甚至是音节吗?这是翻译理论家长期以来争论不休的话题。现在大多数翻译家、翻译理论家和翻译实践家都趋向于以篇章或者是整个问题为基本的翻译单位。但是，对于初学翻译的人来说，或者那些根本没有掌握翻译的人，要去应付一个翻译考试的时候，笔者认为，句子可能是最好的翻译单位。那么什么是句子?或者具体来说，在汉英翻译中，要把汉语翻译成英语，究竟什么是英语的句子?柯林斯词典对英语句子的定义是这样的：A sentence is a group of words which,when they are written down,begin with a capital letter and end with a full stop,question mark or exclamation mark.Most sentences contain a subject and a verb.具体来说，英语的句子可以这样来定义：一个句子就是一组词，在书面语中，每一个句子首词的第一个字母大写，句末用句号、问号或者感叹号；大多数句子有主语和谓语。根据英语句子的定义，我们可以清楚地知道，英语的句子中，大多数句子都有主语和谓语。那么汉英翻译，只要我们能把汉语转变成为准确通顺的英语，就需要搭建英语的主语和谓语等句式结构。而英语本身语法非常严谨，逻辑非常严密，所以，在汉英翻译中，主语的确定和谓语的选择就是成功构建英语句式结构的关键，也是保证英语译文和汉语原文功能对等的关键。

第二步，确定汉语原文的主语为英语译文的主语：首先，把汉语原文中的主语直接翻译成英语的主语，这是一种最简单、最可靠的对应方法，也是我们做汉英翻译“定主语”的时候首先应该考虑的方法。如：

例1

当前，国际形势正经历着自冷战结束以后最复杂、最深刻的变化。

At present,the international situation is experiencing the most complicated and profound changes since the end of Cold War.

例2

和平与发展仍然是摆在世界各国人民面前的两大课题。

Peace and development are still the two subjects confronted with people all over the world.

以上两个例句中，汉语句子的主语是名词，由于名词在英语句子中可以直接充当主语，所以在翻译的时候可以直接对应下来，确定这个名词为译文的主语。

其次，汉语和英语都有一个共同的特点，就是代词可以充当主语，所以，我们当然还可以直接选用汉语原文中的代词来充当英语译文的主语。如：

例3

我们正努力教育公民不要像西方国家那样过度消费，比如使用过多的空调、私人汽车以及随意处理的产品。

We are managing to educate citizens to avoid the behavior of over-consumption,such as the excessive use of air conditioners,private cars and disposable products at will.

例4

如今我们有许多不同的选择：除传统的家常菜以外，还有营养保健配餐和方便可口的快餐食品。

Nowadays we have many varieties of choices:nutrition-balanced and healthy food,convenient and delicious fast food in addition to traditional homemade meal.

再者，在汉语中，除了上述名词和代词可以做主语之外，动词也可以直接充当主语，英语的动词原形则不能。可是，我们非常清楚，英语中的动名词或者动词不定式形式则可以充当主语。所以，如果我们要确定汉语的动词主语来充当英语译文的主语时，必须要使用这个动词的动名词形式或者不定式形式。如：

例5

帮助真正的穷人，要比仅仅缩小贫富差距更有价值。帮助下层社会的人重新回到社会主流中来，符合所有人的利益。

Helping the truly poor is much worthier than merely narrowing inequalities.And helping the lower class rejoin mainstream of society is in the interests of all.

例6

推进现代化建设、完成祖国统一、维护世界和平与促进共同发展，是中国人民在新世纪的三大历史任务。

To continue to propel the modernization drive,to achieve reunification of the motherland,and to safeguard world peace and promote common development are the three historical tasks of the Chinese people in the new century.

第三步，重新确定主语：由于汉语和英语两种语言存在着较大的差异，有时候，确定汉语句子的主语为英语译文句子主语的时候，常常会导致英语句子的逻辑比较混乱，而不能直接对应。所以，这时候，就有必要从原句中挑出其他词来充当英语译文的主语。

首先，确定汉语原文的宾语为英语译文的主语。宾语是动作所及的对象，常常是人或者物。在翻译中，我们可以选择汉语原文的宾语来充当英语译文的主语。但是，在这种情况下，一般需要用英语的被动句式来翻译。如：

例7

伟大艺术的美学鉴赏和伟大的科学观念的理解都需要智慧。

Wisdom is required both in appreciating great artistic works and in understanding great scientific concepts.

说明：在这个例子中，我们可以看到，汉语的主语太长，如果直接用汉语原文的主语来充当英语译文的主语，就显得有点头重脚轻。这个时候，我们就可以利用“英语句子多用被动句”的特点，确定汉语原文的宾语“智慧”来充当英语译文的主语。

例8

为了保证国民经济持续、快速、健康地发展，我们必须加快国有企业的改革步伐。

The speed of reform of state-owned enterprises must be accelerated (stepped up) to ensure sustained,rapid and sound development of the national economy.

说明：在这个例子中，汉语原文的主语应该是“我们”。但是，这个“我们”属于泛指的，不专门针对某一个人或者某几个人。当然，一方面，我们可以选取汉语原文的“我们”来充当英语译文的主语，而把这个句子的译文安排为“We must accelerate…”这样一个结构。但是，直接选用汉语原文的宾语“国有企业的改革步伐”来充当英语译文的主语，并且不提出这个泛指的主语“我们”，更适合英语的表达方式。

另外，在汉译英的过程中还要特别注意四字词组的翻译。四字词组是汉语中一种常见的语言现象，是汉语的一大词汇特点。它由四个语素构成，通常分为自由词组和固定词组。自由词组是临时组成的，可随意拆散，重新组合；例如：“广泛开展”“紧密联系”。固定词组则是一个整体，不能拆散使用，其中的任何词语都不能随意更换，含特殊意义，也称为成语，例如：“雪中送炭”“路不拾遗”。四字词组从内容上看，言简意赅；从形式上看，整齐匀称；从语音上看，顺口悦耳；从表达效果上看，形象生动。此外，四字词组迎合了我国人民自古以来的平衡美心理。受中庸哲学思想的影响，中国人的美学观念中特别强调平衡美，所以四字词组就自然特别受宠爱，在行文、说话中人们都常运用到它们。既然汉语四字词组有这么大的优点，我们是不是该反过来考虑考虑如何将我们这一语言精华翻译成英语呢。四字词组翻译成英语有各种不同的方法，如一些人提到的直译法、意译法和直译意译结合法。在这里我们探讨四种翻译四字词组的常用方法。

（一
 ）将原文的四字词组译成英语的一个词
 。

这些词主要是名词、形容词、副词、动词。一部分汉语四字词组译为英语时只需用一个英语单词替换就足以表达它的意思。看似简单，殊不知英语所要求的就是简洁明了。汉语喜欢多用修饰词，一大部分四字词组正是起着修饰作用的。有一些四字词组前后两部分意思重复，就只需译出其中一个意思。凡是英语里的动词或名词，已经把汉语里修饰名词或动词的含义包括进去了，就可以在英语里把这些形容词，副词删去不译。如：

例1

这一切均在铁的事实面前彻底破产了。

But their slanders have all been exploded in the face of hard facts.

（explode 已经包含了“彻底”的意思，所以翻译时无须再用completely，“彻底破产”这一四字词组就译成了一个单词explode。）

例2

这是走向繁荣昌盛的唯一道路。

This is the only road leading to prosperity.

这也是一种常用的方法。这种方法往往是套用英语中最简单的词组或句型。如广告中常用的典雅大方elegant and graceful,轻柔松软soft and light。再如，某位领导的讲话要求外交人员“立场坚定、目光远大、头脑敏捷、业务熟练、才华出众、风格高尚”，黄金祺将原文翻译为：A Chinese diplomat should be firm in stand,broad in vision,swift in wit,qualified in profession,outstanding in talent,noble in character.原文的六个四字词组在译文里换作六个 “adj
 .+in+n
 .” 结构的短语，同样对称整齐、简明扼要，与原文相比，形式不同，功能却相似。因此用这个结构来翻译四字词组达到了异曲同工的效果，既保留了原文的风格，又使译文自然贴切，具有可读性。

 ）体现中国特色文化词语的翻译


中英历史背景、文化传统不同，人们对人际关系、人与自然的关系的认识不同；风俗习惯、地理环境各异，所以对客观世界的认识迥然相异，思维方式也截然不同。这些不同充分反映在语言差异上，主要表现在词义及隐喻的运用上。

英汉语言表现在词义上的显著差异就是词义不对等。首先，由于英汉民族对生活经验的体会不同，词义的构成不相同，词汇的使用范围也不相同，所以就产生了词（字）面意义上的差异。也就是说，在很多情况下，英汉语义是不对等的。因此在汉译英时要注意词的选用。

例1

据统计，2014年农民工在全国已经达到近3亿人，而且目前农村的富余劳动力仍有1亿左右，他们中大部分还将以农民工的形式转移出来。

Statistics show that migrant workers
 across the country already reached 0.3 billion in 2014,and currently rural areas still have a labor surplus of 0.1 billion,most of which will shift to cities as guest workers
 .

（“农民工”是中国社会主义初级阶段的一个特殊劳务用工现象，在翻译的时候首先要处理该词背后的文化，将其翻译成migrant workers,guest workers,而不能根据字面直接对等翻译成 peasant workers,否则会让英美读者产生误会。）

其次，虽然人类生活在同一个地球上，但不同地区的人们对土地、空气、阳光和水等产生了不同的感情，并形成了不同的认识，所有这些感情和认识都反映在语言中。由于自然地理条件、风土人情、历史文化、社会发展水平和发展过程以及民族文化心理各不相同，不同的语言描绘和反映主、客观世界的方式也不尽相同，从而导致了词义上的巨大差异。

例2

他回到家乡后，尽管一个月只有千余元收入，但仍然奢侈无度，挥金如土。

After he returned to his hometown,he was still extravagant, spending money like water
 though he earned no more than 1000 yuan each month.

（“挥金如土”不能翻译成spend money like soil,因为英国四面环水，水不值钱，而中国是黄土文化，土不值钱。）

例3

12月1日至3日的强降雪，使得即将上市的15万斤鲶鱼全被冻死，损失达30万元，夫妇两人一年的辛苦付之东流。

Between December 1 and 3,a snowstorm froze to death 150 thousand jin
 of catfish about to the market,costing the couple 300 thousand yuan.As a result they toiled a whole year for nothing
 .

(中国的河流是向东流，“付诸东流”意为化为乌有，而欧洲的河流是向西流，因此该习语只能意译为for nothing。)

第三，词义不对等与语言文化、社会环境、风土人情、历史背景息息相关。不同的风俗习惯和民族心理也是产生不同文化意义的重要原因。不同的生活习俗、价值取向、道德标准等使得不同的民族对相同的事物产生不同的看法，因而使一些词汇产生不同的文化意义。

例4

现任的系主任，当年曾经亲手送别死者，如今却不知该怎么抚慰生者。他为他手下一头头 “老黄牛”的处境而发愁，却无计可施。

The dean in office,who attended the funeral,does not know how to console the living now.He is worried about the conditions of the hard-working men
 under him,but can do nothing about it.

（在汉语文化中，“老黄牛”表示“勤勤恳恳工作的人”，所以在翻译的时候可将其翻译为hard-working/diligent/industrious people,而不能直接对等翻译为 “the old cattle”,否则会贻笑大方。）

英汉语言的差异还表现在隐喻的运用上。隐喻建立于人们日常经验的基础之上。因此，尽管汉英民族相隔遥远，但因为对客观世界和人性的认识具有相似、甚至相同之处，语言中的隐喻具有许多惊人的相似之处。例如：水深火热in deep water;风驰电掣as quick as lightning;捕风捉影to run after shadows;人山人海a sea of people;摇唇鼓舌to set tongues wagging等。尽管如此，由于汉英民族在历史文化背景、哲学渊源、宗教信仰、生活习俗等方面的巨大差异，隐喻也承载着不同的文化传统，传达着不同的语义信息。其次，语言是思维的工具，文化思维的不同导致语言表达形式的差异。

例5

手机市场的竞争愈来愈激烈，“龙争虎斗”的现象随处可见，而各大厂商为了能在暑期市场上分一杯羹，都纷纷拿出自己的力作，并且将价格一降再降。

The cell phone market is getting increasingly competitive,with “contests between giants
 ” repeatedly happening,and major manufactures,one after another,are pushing out their masterpieces and lowering their prices to win a share from the summer market.

（“龙争虎斗”译为contests between giants,而不能译为a fight between a dragon and tiger。在中国文化中，龙是皇帝或皇权的象征。汉语中含有 “龙”的词都是褒义词。龙文化蕴含了中国人探索进取、摆脱困境、超越自我的信心和勇气，是中华民族精神的象征。而英语中“dragon （龙）”的含义和象征与汉语存在着巨大反差。“虎（tiger）” 中国人见其凶残，英国人视其为雄霸。）

例6

越来越多的迹象表明，如今经纪人执业资格不仅仅是行业入门的“敲门砖”，更是一种个人执业能力的体现，因而受到许多社会待业人员的青睐。

Mounting evidence indicates that broker practitioner qualifications are now not only an open sesame
 to the profession but also a symbol of personal professional capabilities,thus favored/hotly pursued by many of the job seekers.

（“敲门砖”译为an open sesame,而不能译为an open-door brick,否则会使英美读者费解。）

1.出国留学，一般指一个人到另一个国家继续接受教育的行为。出国留学能够丰富知识、开阔视野，同时也可以培养人的独立性。如今，中国已成为世界上最大的留学生生源国,从1978年至2012年,中国的留学生大约有265万人。而且未来每年将以30%的速度继续增长。很多中国人担心这种持续的留学热会造成人才流失。但更多的人对此持乐观态度，认为随着全球化的推进，留学生将成为外国人了解中国的窗口，并在一定程度上有助于宣传中国的文化。

2.汉语热指近年来越来越多的外国人开始学习汉语的现象。在很多国家，学汉语的人数在迅速增长。据统计，全世界已有109个国家、3 000多所高等学校开设了汉语课程。一项调查显示,他们学习汉语的主要目的是去中国旅游、从事贸易活动、了解中国和中国文化。汉语热背后的原因是中国经济的飞速发展，它使中国的国际地位和影响力得到了提升。全球“汉语热”传达了世界各国人民渴望了解中国文化的信息。

3.低碳生活倡导人们在生活中减少二氧化碳的排放，是一种低能量、低消耗和低开支的生活方式。它要求人们以更健康、更安全和更自然的方式进行人与自然的活动。如今，这股风潮逐渐在中国一些大城市兴起，不知不觉地改变着人们的生活。为了实行低碳生活，人们需要改变一些生活细节，如节约用电、不使用塑料袋和一次性产品、乘坐公共交通工具等。低碳生活节能环保，大大有利于减缓全球气候变暖和环境恶化的速度。

Only recently did linguists begin the serious study of languages that were very different from their own.Two anthropologist-linguists,Franz Boas Edward Sapir,were pioneers in describing many native languages of North and South America during the first half of the twentieth century.(17)

Being interested in the relationship of language and thought

Whorf developed the idea that the structure of language determines the structure of habitual thought in a society.

reasoned that because the structure of habitual thought in a society.He reasoned that because it is easier to formulate certain concepts and not others in a given language,the speakers of that language think along one track and not along another.(20) 
Whorf came to believe in a sort of linguistic determinism which

in its strongest form

states that language imprisons the mind

 ,
 
and that the grammatical patterns in a language can produce far-reaching consequences for the culture of a society

 .Later,this idea became to be known as the Sapir-Whorf hypothesis,but this term is somewhat inappropriate.Although both Sapir and Whorf emphasized the diversity of languages,Sapir himself never explicitly supported the notion of linguistic determinism.

考情分析及应试指导


一
 、考博英语写作考情分析


（一
 ）考核要求


写作是试卷当中的主观试题之一，要求考生在一定时间内根据所给的要求写出一篇结构合理、语言通顺、文体恰当、有说服力的文章。这就对考生的语言基础和写作技能提出了要求，对话题展开讨论思路能力和逻辑思维能力都提出了高度要求。面对写作题目，考生常常感觉无从下手，当然在短时间内写出一篇佳作从来就不是一件容易的事，然而也不是一件不可能的事。难度和对英语水平的要求都会较高。测验考的不只是考博英语写作能力，它还会考思考和判断能力。因此，考生应对一些社会新闻和常识有一定的认识和见解，但记着，不要写自己的个人经验，可运用自己的经验客观地表达在文章上。另外，也要能有层次地表现出对此文章的看法。

本部分旨在指导考生如何在短时间内写出一篇佳作，从而提高写作成绩。本书作者长期工作在考博英语辅导第一线，能够准确把握考试脉搏和命题特点，为考生提供科学、系统的写作和应试指导，帮助考生高分通过考试。

（二
 ）命题特点


综观各个高校历年考博英语作文真题，不难发现，主要有六种命题形式：1.辩论型双边讨论型；2.辩论型单边讨论型；3.提纲加题目型；4.指定观点议论型；5.图表；6.功能性写作。

（三
 ）评分依据和标准


由于考博英语无统一的考试大纲，所以对写作的考查并无一致的标准。但是根据写作详细要求和写作对考生能力的要求，可以采用常用的评分依据来进行判断。写作分值为15~20分。

从以下标准不难发现，考博英语写作对写作的思想内容、表达效果、篇章结构和语言的准确性、丰富性、得体性和流利度都有相当要求。同时对单词拼写、大小写、标点符号、卷面整洁度也有明确要求。明确的要求也是考生在复习备考时的努力方向，也可以在写作训练和备考过程中，根据以上几点有的放矢，针对自己薄弱环节可以专项训练和加以注意。





二
 、考博英语写作应试策略点拨


（一
 ）四步作文写作法


考博时的写作步骤与平时的写作步骤有所不同，在考试中，由于时间等客观条件的限制，作文写作的步骤要比练习时的写作步骤更加简化。一般来说，作文写作步骤可以分为四步，即审题、思路、结构、表达。


1
 .审题


审题即审读题目内容，弄清题目要求。开始写作之前，必须仔细分析作文题目要求，提纲、图画和提示语。审题是解题的第一步，磨刀不误砍柴工。审题力求认真、仔细，避免没有领会题目意思就匆忙写作，导致跑题或漏点。

审题过程中要找到题目中的关键词和短语。以作文题目“人与人之间越来越疏远”为例，题目要求的关键词和短语有：more and more isolated,reasons 以及why。前两个词说明在讨论问题时，要先阐述这个矛盾现象，即随着科技信息的发展，世界越来越小，人们越来越疏远、冷漠。后面两个词表明在论述中要讨论问题出现的原因，又要提出该问题的解决方法。


2
 .思路


完成审题后，考生这时就要放开思路，搜寻脑海中与题目有关的信息材料，可以是学习过的文章、资料，听过的类似的故事、新闻等。

再以“人与人之间越来越疏远”为例。

本题是当今社会一个热点问题，写作时要写的话很多，因此在具体写作思路上也多种多样。但既然是问题，一般思路应该遵循提出问题、分析原因、提出建议的三段式写法。下面就分别从问题的原因和解决方法两个方面来展开构思。

问题原因：（1）现代人的生活观念与从前不同，更喜欢享受私人空间；（2）工作、生活压力的增大使现代人太忙而无暇交友；（3）网络、手机的普及使得现代人改变了交往方式等。

解决方法:（1）即使工作再忙，也要保持正常社交，因为人与人交流是缓解压力的有效方式；（2）人们毕竟是情感动物，需要面对面的情感交流；（3）媒体呼吁人们多健康出行、聚会、沟通，改变大家的冷漠现状。


3
 .结构


思路完成后，基本文章细节材料完备，就要开始把所有的材料内容组织成篇章。

（1）引出话题——指出信息技术的发展使世界越来越小，人与人之间却越来越冷漠。

（2）论述论点——分析问题原因：现代人的生活观念与从前不同，更喜欢享受私人空间；工作、生活压力的增大使现代人太忙而无暇交友；网络、手机的普及使得现代人改变了交往方式。

（3）总结全文——提出解决问题的方法：保持正常社交，因为人与人交流是缓解压力的有效方式；人们毕竟是情感动物，需要面对面的情感交流。


4
 .表达


思路和结构过程完成之后，要遵循引出话题，提出论点、论述论点和总结全文三部分的写作。

对写作过程进行合理控制需要注意以下几点：

· 首段写出切题、有气势的开篇句。

· 注意中间段落的主题句和层次感。

· 写出有特色的片尾结束句，呼应前文。

这样的四步写作方法和步骤能使写作内容和结构清晰易懂，使考生在短时间内有效把握线索和主题结构。

（二
 ）开头段和结尾段的个性化模板


本部分将开头和结尾放在同一个章节，目的是提醒学生在写作时要首尾呼应。这样做的好处是：（1）我们都清楚“好的开始是成功的一半”，考博作文的写作也一次次验证了这个道理。很多同学往往不重视开头段的写作，只是简单套用一些现成的模板，殊不知这样已经给考官留下“背诵模板”的印象，这样一来，不仅给后面的主体段带来了巨大压力，而且人的第一印象往往是很难改变的。所以，掌握首段写作技巧，力争让考官眼前一亮。（2）使得学生能够将精力集中在写主题句和更加重要的论据扩展句，而不是在首尾呼应的板块花费过多时间，大费周折。

对模板，我们必须认识到：写作的模板是必需的，不能一提起模板就视同得高分的洪水猛兽，唯恐避之不及。我们要做到的是：既要模板，又能将模板个性化。下面就来看开头段如何学会用两三句话直击主题。

（1）要开门见山，使用高度归纳的结构。

（2）不要将前奏写太长，现代英语讲究简洁有力。

（3）不要照抄原题目的单词或者结构。

基础阶段的考生要做到：

（1）背标准模板。

（2）用自己的语言改造模板。

（三
 ）写作高分三原则



主题句
 (Topic sentence
 )主题句是表达段落主题的句子。它用以概括段落大意,要求段落中的其他各句都与它紧密相连并围绕它来展开叙述。因此,要想写好段落,首先要写好主题句。主题句在段落中主要位于段首,主题句的好处之一就是让考官能够清楚、迅速地知道你下边要写什么，简单点讲，主题句就是我们的分论点。主题句还可以帮考生理顺思路，清晰逻辑。


序数词
 在英语写作中熟练使用序数词，可以将写作思路清晰、有条理地展现在读者面前，同时可以起到突出重点的作用。


句型多变原则
 很多考生在平时的考博英语复习中，将大量的时间花费在背单词上、看语法上，却不注重英语写作，到临近考试时，才匆忙背诵几种作文模板应付考试。这种宛如盲人摸象的做法，实非良策。由于考博英语的命题趋势注重对实际英语水平和语言驾驭能力的考查，命题组越来越注重技巧，尤其是从作文的命题来看更有这种趋势。如果考生在英语考试作文中写出的句型太过平淡，想拿高分很难。如何提升自己的写作能力?如何让自己写出的语句更有美感?下面为大家归纳了多变句型的写作手法，必能使你的写作妙笔生花。

The creative approach begins with the proposition that nothing is as it appears.Innovators will not accept that there is only one way to do anything.Faced with getting from A to B,the average person will automatically set out on the best-known and apparently simplest route.The innovator will search for alternate courses,which may prove easier in the long run and are bound to be more interesting and challenging even if they lead to dead ends.Highly creative individuals really do

That experiences influence subsequent behaviour is evidence of an obvious but nevertheless remarkable activity called remembering.Learning could not occur without the function popularly named memory.Constant practice has such as effect on memory as to lead to skilful performance on the piano,to recitation of a poem,and even to reading and understanding these words.So-called intelligent behaviour demands memory,remembering being a primary requirement for reasoning.The ability to solve any problem or even to recognize that a problem exists depends on memory.Typically,the decision to cross a street is based on remembering many earlier experiences.

Practice (or review) tends to build and maintain memory for a task or for any learned material.Over a period of no practice what has been learned tends to be forgotten;and the adaptive consequences may not seem obvious.Yet,dramatic instances of sudden forgetting can be seen to be adaptive.In this sense,the ability to forget can be interpreted to have survived through a process of natural selection in animals.Indeed,when one's memory of an emotionally painful experience leads to serious anxiety,forgetting may produce relief.Nevertheless,an evolutionary interpretation might make it difficult to understand how the commonly gradual process of forgetting survived natural selection.

In thinking about the evolution of memory together with all its possible aspects,it is helpful to consider what would happen if memories failed to fade.Forgetting clearly aids orientation in time,since old memories weaken and the new tend to stand out,providing clues for inferring duration.Without forgetting,adaptive ability would suffer,for example,learned behaviour that might have been correct a decade ago may no longer be.Cases are recorded of people who (by ordinary standards) forgot so little that their everyday activities were full of confusion.This forgetting seems to serve that survival of the individual and the species.

Another line of thought assumes a memory storage system of limited capacity that provides adaptive flexibility specifically through forgetting.In this view,continual adjustments are made between learning or memory storage (input) and forgetting (output).Indeed,there is evidence that the rate at which individuals forget is directly related to how much they have learned.Such data offers gross support of contemporary models of memory that assume an input-output balance.

When I decided to quit my full time employment it never occurred to me that I might become a part of a new international trend.A lateral move that hurt my pride and blocked my professional progress prompted me to abandon my relatively high profile career although,in the manner of a disgraced government minister,I covered my exit by claiming I wanted to spend more time with my family.

Curiously,some two-and-a-half years and two novels later,my experiment in what the Americans term “downshifting” has turned my tired excuse into an absolute reality.I have been transformed from a passionate advocate of the philosophy of “having it all”,preached by Linda Kelsey for the past seven years in the pages of She
 magazine,into a woman who is happy to settle for a bit of everything.

I have discovered,as perhaps Kelsey will after her much-publicized resignation from the editorship of She
 after a build-up of stress,that abandoning the doctrine of “juggling your life”,and making the alternative move into “downshifting” brings with it far greater rewards than financial success and social status.Nothing could persuade me to return to the kind of life Kelsey used to advocate and I once enjoyed:12-hour working days,pressured deadlines,the fearful strain of office politics and the limitations of being a parent on quality time.

In America,the move away from juggling to a simpler,less materialistic lifestyle is a well-established trend.Downshifting-also known in America as voluntary simplicity-has,ironically,even bred a new area of what might be termed anti-consumerism.There are a number of best-selling downshifting self-help books for people who want to simplify their lives;there are newsletters,such as The Tightwad Gazette
 ,that give hundreds of thousands of Americans useful tips on anything from recycling their cling-film to making their own soap;there are even support groups for those who want to achieve the mid-90s equivalent of dropping out.

While in America the trend started as a reaction to the economic decline-after the mass redundancies caused by downsizing in the late 80s-and is still linked to the politics of thrift,in Britain,at least among the middle class downshifters of my acquaintance,we have different reasons for seeking to simplify our lives.

For the women of my generation who were urged to keep juggling through the 80s,downshifting in the mid-90s is not so much a search for the mythical good life-growing your own organic vegetables,and risking turning into one-as a personal recognition of your limitations.

Money spent on advertising is money spent as well as any I know of.It serves directly to assist a rapid distribution of goods at reasonable price,thereby establishing a firm home market and so making it possible to provide for export at competitive prices.By drawing attention to new ideas it helps enormously to raise standards of living.By helping to increase demand it ensures an increased need for labour,and is therefore an effective way to fight unemployment.It lowers the costs of many services:without advertisements your daily newspaper would cost four times as much,the price of your television licence would need to be doubled,and travel by bus or tube would cost 20 percent more.

And perhaps most important of all,advertising provides a guarantee of reasonable value in the products and services you buy.Apart from the fact that twenty-seven acts of Parliament govern the terms of advertising,no regular advertiser dare promote a product that fails to live up to the promise of his advertisements.He might fool some people for a little while through misleading advertising.He will not do so for long,for mercifully the public has the good sense not to buy the inferior article more than once.If you see an article consistently advertised,it is the surest proof I know that the article does what is claimed for it,and that it represents good value.Advertising does more for the material benefit of the community than any other force I can think of.

There is one more point I feel I ought to touch on.Recently I heard a well-known television personality declare that he was against advertising because it persuades rather than informs.He was drawing excessively fine distinctions.Of course advertising seeks to persuade.

If its message were confined merely to information-and that in itself would be difficult if not impossible to achieve,for even a detail such as the choice of the colour of a shirt is subtly persuasive-advertising would be so boring that no one would pay any attention.But perhaps that is what the well-known television personality wants.

Rumor has it that more than 20 books on creationism/evolution are in the publisher's pipelines.A few have already appeared.The goal of all will be to try to explain to a confused and often unenlightened citizenry that there are not two equally valid scientific theories for the origin and evolution of universe and life.Cosmology,geology,and biology have provided a consistent,unified,and constantly improving account of what happened.“Scientific” creationism,which is being pushed by some for “equal time” in the classrooms whenever the scientific accounts of evolution are given,is based on religion,not science.Virtually all scientists and the majority of non-fundamentalist religious leaders have come to regard “scientific” creationism as bad science and bad religion.

The first four chapters of Kitcher's book give a very brief introduction to evolution.At appropriate places,he introduces the criticisms of the creationists and provides answers.In the last three chapters,he takes off his gloves and gives the creationists a good beating.He describes their programmes and tactics,and,for those unfamiliar with the ways of creationists,the extent of their deception and distortion may come as an unpleasant surprise.When their basic motivation is religious,one might have expected more Christian behavior.

Kitcher is a philosopher,and this may account,in part,for the clarity and effectiveness of his arguments.The non-specialist will be able to obtain at least a notion of the sorts of data and argument that support evolutionary theory.The final chapter on the creationists will be extremely clear to all.On the dust jacket of this fine book,Stephen Jay Gould says,“This book stands for reason itself.” And so it does-and all would be well were reason the only judge in the creationism/evolution debate.

Passage Four


Science,in practice,depends far less on the experiments it prepares than on the preparedness of the minds of the men who watch the experiments.Sir Isaac Newton supposedly discovered gravity through the fall of an apple.Apples had been falling in many places for centuries and thousands of people had seen them fall.But Newton for years had been curious about the cause of the orbital motion of the moon and planets.What kept them in place?Why didn't they fall out of the sky?The fact that the apple fell down toward the earth and not up into the tree answered the question he had been asking himself about those larger fruits of the heavens,the moon and the planets.

How many men would have considered the possibility of an apple falling up into the tree?Newton did because he was not trying to predict anything.He was just wondering.His mind was ready for the unpredictable.Unpredictability is part of the essential nature of research.If you don't have unpredictable things,you don't have research.Scientists tend to forget this when writing their cut and dried reports for the technical journals,but history is filled with examples of it.

In talking to some scientists,particularly younger ones,you might gather the impression that they find the “scientific method” a substitute for imaginative thought.I've attended research conferences where a scientist has been asked what he thinks about the advisability of continuing a certain experiment.The scientist has frowned,looked at the graphs,and said “the data are still inconclusive.” “We know that,” the men from the budget office have said,“but what do you think?Is it worthwhile going on?What do you think we might expect?” The scientist has been shocked at having even been asked to speculate.

Passage One


An invisible border divides those arguing for computers in the classroom on the behalf of students'career prospects and those arguing for computers in the classroom for broader reasons of radical educational reform.Very few writers on the subject have explored this distinction-indeed,

contradiction-which goes to the heart of what is wrong with the campaign to put computers in the classroom.

An education that aims at getting a student a certain kind of job is a technical education,justified for reasons radically different from why education is universally required by law.It is not simply to raise everyone's job prospects that all children are legally required to attend school into their teens.Rather,we have a certain conception of the American citizen,a character who is incomplete if he cannot competently assess how his livelihood and happiness are affected by things outside of himself.But this was not always the case;before it was legally required for all children to attend school until a certain age,it was widely accepted that some were just not equipped by nature to pursue this kind of education.With optimism characteristic of all industrialized countries,we came to accept that everyone is fit to be educated.Computer-education advocates forsake this optimistic notion for a pessimism that betrays their otherwise cheery outlook.Banking on the confusion between educational and vocational reasons for bringing computers into schools,computered advocates often emphasize the job prospects of graduates over their educational achievement.

There are some good arguments for a technical education given the right kind of student.Many European schools introduce the concept of professional training early on in order to make sure children are properly equipped for the professions they want to join.It is,however,presumptuous to insist that there will only be so many jobs for so many scientists,so many businessmen,so many accountants.Besides,this is unlikely to produce the needed number of every kind of professional in a country as large as ours and where the economy is spread over so many states and involves so many international corporations.

But,for a small group of students,professional training might be the way to go since well-developed skills,all other factors being equal,can be the difference between having a job and not.Of course,the basics of using any computer these days are very simple.It does not take a lifelong acquaintance to pick up various software programs.If one wanted to become a computer engineer,that is,of course,an entirely different story.Basic computer skills take-at the very longest-a couple of months to learn.In any case,basic computer skills are only complementary to the host of real skills that are necessary to becoming any kind of professional.It should be observed,of course,that no school,vocational or not,is helped by a confusion over its purpose.

In the first year or so of Web business,most of the action has revolved around efforts to tap the consumer market.More recently,as the Web proved to be more than a fashion,companies have started to buy and sell products and services with one another.Such business-to-business sales make sense because business people typically know what product they're looking for.

Nonetheless,many companies still hesitate to use the Web because of doubts about its reliability.“Businesses need to feel they can trust the pathway between them and the supplier,” says senior analyst Blane Erwin of Forrester Research.Some companies are limiting the risk by conducting online transactions only with established business partners who are given access to the company's private intranet.

Another major shift in the model for Internet commerce concerns the technology available for marketing.Until recently,Internet marketing activities have focused on strategies to “pull” customers into sites.In the past year,however,software companies have developed tools that allow companies to “push” information directly out to consumers,transmitting marketing messages directly to targeted customers.Most notably,the Pointcast Network uses a screen saver to deliver a continually updated stream of news and advertisements to subscribers'computer monitors.Subscribers can customize the information they want to receive and proceed directly to a company's Web site.Companies such as Virtual Vineyards are already starting to use similar technologies to push messages to customers about special sales,product offerings,or other events.But push technology has earned the contempt of many Web users.Online culture thinks highly of the notion that the information flowing onto the screen comes there by specific request.Once commercial promotion begins to fill the screen uninvited,the distinction between the Web and television fades.That's a prospect that horrifies Net purists.

But it is hardly inevitable that companies on the Web will need to resort to push strategies to make money.The examples of Virtual Vineyards'.Amazon.com,and other pioneers show that a Web site selling the right kind of products with the right mix of interactivity,hospitality,and security will attract online customers.And the cost of computing power continues to free fall,which is a good sign for any enterprise setting up shop in silicon.People looking back 5 or 10 years from now may well wonder why so few companies took the online plunge.

If ambition is to be well regarded,the rewards of ambition-wealth,distinction,control over one's destiny-must be deemed worthy of the sacrifices made on ambition's behalf.If the tradition of ambition is to have vitality,it must be widely shared;and it especially must be highly regarded by people who are themselves admired,the educated not least among them.In an odd way,however,it is the educated who have claimed to have given up an ambition as an ideal.What is odd is that they have perhaps most benefited from ambition-if not always their own then that of their parents and grandparents.There is a heavy note of hypocrisy in this,a case of closing the barn door after the horses have escaped-with the educated themselves riding on them.

Certainly people do not seem less interested in success and its signs now than formerly.Summer homes,European travel,BMWs-the locations,place names and brands may change,but such items do not seem less in demand today than a decade or two years ago.What has happened is that people cannot confess fully to their dreams,as easily and openly as once they could,lest they be thought pushing,acquisitive and vulgar.Instead,we are treated to fine hypocritical spectacles,which now more than ever seem in ample supply:the critic of American materialism with a Southampton summer home;the publisher of radical books who takes his meals in three-star restaurants;the journalist advocating participatory democracy in all phases of life,whose own children are enrolled in private schools.For such people and many more perhaps not so exceptional,the proper formulation is,“Succeed at all costs but avoid appearing ambitious.”

If you intend using humor in your talk to make people smile,you must know how to identify shared experiences and problems.Your humor must be relevant to the audience and should help to show them that you are one of them or that you understand their situation and are in sympathy with their point of view.Depending on whom you are addressing,the problems will be different.If you are talking to a group of managers,you may refer to the disorganized methods of their secretaries;alternatively if you are addressing secretaries,you may want to comment on their disorganized bosses.

Here is an example,which I heard at a nurses'convention,of a story which works well because the audience all shared the same view of doctors.A man arrives in heaven and is being shown around by St.Peter.He sees wonderful accommodations,beautiful gardens,sunny weather,and so on.Everyone is very peaceful,polite and friendly until,waiting in a line for lunch,the new arrival is suddenly pushed aside by a man in a white coat,who rushes to the head of the line,grabs his food and stomps over to a table by himself.“Who is that?” the new arrival asked St.Peter.“Oh,that's God,” came the reply,“but sometimes he thinks he's a doctor.”

If you are part of the group which you are addressing,you will be in a position to know the experiences and problems which are common to all of you and it'll be appropriate for you to make a passing remark about the inedible canteen food or the chairman's notorious bad taste in ties.With other audiences you mustn't attempt to cut in with humor as they will resent an outsider making disparaging remarks about their canteen or their chairman.You will be on safer ground if you stick to scapegoats like the Post Office or the telephone system.

If you feel awkward being humorous,you must practice so that it becomes more natural.Include a few casual and apparently off-the-cuff remarks which you can deliver in a relaxed and unforced manner.Often it's the delivery which causes the audience to smile,so speak slowly and remember that a raised eyebrow or an unbelieving look may help to show that you are making a light-hearted remark.

Look for the humor.It often comes from the unexpected.A twist on a familiar quote “If at first you don't succeed,give up” or a play on words or on a situation.Search for exaggeration and understatements.Look at your talk and pick out a few words or sentences which you can turn about and inject with humor.

问题在于得分最多者正是那些射门次数最多的球员，而任何领域的创新活动都是如此。创新者与普通人的主要区别在于处理问题的方法不同。每一个人都有想法，但创新者会自觉地钻研他的想法，并不断努力直到证明想法切实可行或不可行。普通人视为凭空想象的抽象概念在职业创新者眼里却具有坚实的可能性。

“创造性思维也许只不过意味着能够意识到按老办法办事没什么特别可取之处，”语言权威人士鲁道夫·弗莱契写到。这解释了我们看到像塑料垃圾袋和带轮箱包之类令生活更便利但看似简单的发明时的反应：“怎么过去就没有人想到这个办法呢?”

创造性方法始于“一切不可貌相”的主张。创新者不会接受办事只有一种方法的论调。面对从A到B的挑战，普通人会自动踏上一条最为熟悉、显然最简单的路径。创新者则会探寻另外不同的道路，而这样的道路可能会最终被证实更简单，也一定更有趣、更富挑战性，即使它们通向绝境。极富创造性的人的确是伴着不同鼓手打出的鼓点前进的。


Passage Two

73.A。事实细节题。原文第四段第四句提及“最近的法庭裁决已再次确定了所有儿童——不论残疾与否——都有接受相适应的教育的权利，并已命令公立学校采取必要的措施来提供这种教育。”由此可知，特殊儿童的教育已经获得法律的支持。故答案为A。

76.B。词义推断题。在第二段后文提及Electronic cash registers“电子现金收录记录机” 除了记录销售额以外，商业上还有更广泛的用途。言外之意，ring up sales是电子收款机最基本的功能。根据常识，电子收款机最基本的功能就是记录销售额，因此可知，ring up sales为“记录销售额”的意思。选项B与此信息一致。故答案为B。

77.B。主旨思想题。本文的主旨陈述在最后一段，电子收款机与信用卡使用都是计算机在商业上应用的实例，本文旨在指出计算机的应用给使用者带来的诸多方便。故答案为B。

Passage Four


78.D。信息判断题。选项A中提及由于缺乏练习所造成的遗忘很明显不利于生存适应。这与第二段第二句（may not seem obvious）意义相反。B选项：如果一个人突然（all of a sudden）变得健忘，他肯定是非常适应生活的。这与第二段第三句表达的内容相反。选项C：逐渐的遗忘过程证明了人的（较强的）适应能力。第二段第四句指出，遗忘可以被看作动物中自然选择（natural selection）过程中遗留给人的一种能力。第三段最后一句指出，遗忘（指逐渐的遗忘）似乎对每个个体或整个物种来说有其生存价值。可见，逐渐的遗忘过程是人在物种间的生存竞争过程中形成的，它是人们适应外部世界的结果。C项则将人的适应能力看作是逐渐遗忘过程的结果，这显然颠倒了逻辑关系。选项D与第二段第三句话信息一致。故答案为D。

79.B。细节推断题。第三段第四句话指出有记录表明，有些人（按一般标准）忘记的内容太少，以致日常生活常混乱不堪。由此可推知，如果一个人永远不忘记，那他会有很多的麻烦。故答案为B。

80.A。细节推断题。文章最后一段指出，在学习或存储（输入）与遗忘（输出）之间有一个不断调整的过程。个人的遗忘速度与学习东西的多少有直接的关系。由此可知，遗忘是对学习的一种反应。

81.B。主旨思想题。本文主要谈的是遗忘过程的作用(function)，它是人生存适应机制的一个很重要的过程，这是文章的第二、三、四段旨在说明的。故答案为B。

In a word,if university students go in for business,they will inevitably lose not only energy but also time.Therefore,the school authority should forbid the students to run business,and teachers should try their best to persuade the students not to take the risk so early.

Closely associated with the value they place on individualism,is the importance Americans assign to privacy.Americans assume that people need “some time to themselves” or “some time alone” to think about things or to recover their spent psychological energy.Americans have great difficulty understanding foreigners who always want to be with another person who dislike being alone.

If the parents can afford it,each child will have his or her own bedroom.Having one's own bedroom even as an infant,fixes in a person the notion that she is entitled to a place of her own where she can be by herself,and keep her possessions.She will have her clothes,her toys,her books,and so on.These things will be hers,no one else's.

Americans assume that people will have their private thoughts that might never be shared with anyone.Doctors,lawyers,psychologists and others have rules governing “confidentiality” that are intended to prevent information about their clients'personal situations from being known to others.

Americans'attitudes about privacy can be hard for foreigners to understand.Americans'houses,yards and even their offices can seem open and inviting.Yet,in the minds of Americans,there are boundaries that other people are simply not supposed to cross.When those boundaries are crossed,an American's body will visibly stiffen and his manner will be cool and aloof.

41.D。介词词组辨析。语境为：每个人在不同阶段都要经历因年龄太大或太小而带来的资源分配不公。on the ground (of) “根据，以……为理由”；at the risk (of) “冒险”；to the point (of) “切中要害”；in the case (of) “在……的情况下”。故答案为D。

42.A。动词词义辨析。语境为：健康有助于____________消沉的情绪。结合选项，alleviate符合句意。故答案为A。

43.B。名词词义辨析。从trial,innocent,guilty可知句子与法律和罪犯有关。结合选项，符合语境的只有 （in） custody“（法庭审判前）被拘留或监禁”，此处与while awaiting trial在语义上搭配。（in）jeopardy“处于危险中”；（in） suspicion“被怀疑”；（in） probation“被缓刑”。故答案为B。

44.C。形容词词义辨析。结合语境和选项，可知confidential“机密的，秘密的”为正确答案。controversial“有争议的”；secretive“隐瞒的，不可告人的”；sacred“神圣的”，这三个词均不合题意。故答案为C。

45.D。动词词组辨析。语境为：信息自由法案给公民提供了解政府文件的途径。access to“通向……的途径”；release from“(被)从……释放”；excess of “超过”；redress of“修正，补偿”。故答案为D。

47.B。动词词义辨析。由句中lied under oath“不遵守誓言”，neglected black prisoners “忽视黑人囚犯”和wrongly imprisoned Aborigines“不公正囚禁土著居民”可知空格处的单词应与这些语境一致。结合动词宾语evidence可知fabricated“捏造，伪造”符合语境，即：伪造证据。entail“需要，使负担”；cleanse“清洗，清除”；preclude“作为……的开头”。故答案为B。

48.B。动词词组辨析。stumbled over“停顿地、结结巴巴地说”；pass the words onto someone“传话给……”；drop down“把话撂下，留下……话”；burst out “突然笑（哭）起来”。由not knowing what to say 可知答案为B。

58.D。固定搭配。demand for“需求，要求”，其他三个选项均不是合理搭配。故答案为D。

59.A。固定搭配。work out与to或at连用，表示“（费用或时间）达到，总共达”；leave out“遗漏”；run out“用完”；put out“熄灭”，均不符合题意。故答案为A。

60.A。上下文语义。文章首段提及travel-time budget“旅行时间预算”，第二段的第一句话提及devote some time，由此可知，短文主要在讨论旅行的时间花费，结合语境，空格处应填时间。故答案为A。

61.B。固定搭配。as the form of…是固定搭配，意思为“以……形式”。故答案为B。

62.C。逻辑关系。从句提及飞机，主句提及公共汽车、低速火车，很明显，各句之间是转折让步的关系。no matter how,despite the fact,whatever it is都表达让步的关系，但只有no matter how 在结构上与important搭配。故答案为C。

63.C。语法知识。even可以用在and之后，plus,including和as well as都不能与and 重复使用。故答案为C。

64.D。上下文语义。few和none为否定代词，不符合句意。all过于绝对化。只有some符合语义要求。故答案为D。

65.B。上下文语义。on the____________-与前一分句的in aircraft形成对立，可以推断出“地面交通”的意思，因此应选ground。故答案为B。

Passage one


66.B。细节归纳题。文章首段提及作者因为一次平级的人事调动（a lateral move）阻断事业的发展（blocked my professional progress），而放弃了自己的职业（to abandon my relatively high profile career），由此可知，作者因为环境所迫而辞职，选项B与此信息一致。故答案为B。

67.B。细节推断题。文章第二段提及作者急流勇退（downshifting）的生活实验将她从一个事事争优的狂热倡导者（passionate advocate of the philosophy of have it all）变成了乐于随遇而安的女人（happy to settle for a bit of everything）。由此可知，这种生活实验使作者形成了一种新的生活哲学。故答案为B。

68.C。词义推断题。juggle的原义是“耍弄，摆弄”。在第三段中，作者提及abandoning the doctrine of juggling your life,and making the alternative move into downshifting，由此可知，juggling your life和downshifting意义是相对的，downshifting与第二段第二句中的settle for a bit of everything属于同义，相应地，juggling one's life应与第二段第二句中的having it all同义。根据第四段，downshifting本文指过简朴、自在的生活，那么，juggling one's life应指进取的生活方式。选项C意为“极度紧张”，与语境相符。故答案为C。

69.D。事实细节题。文章第五段提及，在美国，这种趋势（指上一段提到的downshifting生活方式）的出现最初是对经济衰退的一种反应。由此可知，答案为D。


参考译文


当我决定辞去自己的全职工作时绝没有想到，自己竟成了参与新的国际性潮流的一份子。一次平级的人事调动伤了我的自尊心，并阻断了我的事业发展，这促使我放弃自己位置较高的职业，当然，就像面子扫尽的政府部长那样，我也掩饰说我只想与家人更多地待在一起。

奇怪的是，大约两年半的时间我写完两部小说后，我这个被美国人称为放慢生活节奏的试验，却使我老掉牙的借口变成了现实。我已从一个全力以赴哲学（琳达·凯茜过去七年中在《她》这本杂志所宣扬的）的狂热支持者，变成了一个乐于随遇而安的女人。

我已经发现（由于压力过大，凯茜已多次公开宣称要辞去《她》杂志编辑的职务，在这之后她也许会有同样发现），放弃忙忙碌碌的生活哲学，转而过一种放慢生活节奏的生活所带来的回报，比经济成功和社会地位更有价值。什么也说服不了我回到过去那种凯茜所宣扬的，我也曾自得其乐的生活中去：每天12小时的工作，压得人喘不过气来的最后期限，可怕而紧张的办公室争权夺利，以及因为时间有限连做母亲也得高效率所造成的种种限制。

在美国，摆脱忙碌，转而过一种简单、不大物质化的生活已成明确趋势。具有讽刺意味的是，放慢生活节奏——在美国也称自愿简单化——甚至孕育了一个崭新的、可称之为反消费主义的生活方式。对于那些想简单生活的人来说，有许多很畅销的帮你轻松生活的自助书籍；有各种简讯，例如省钱简报，会给美国人提供成千上万条有用的点子去做事，从回收保鲜膜到自制肥皂；甚至还有一些帮助团体，帮人按90年代中期脱离传统社会的人的生活方式去生活。

在美国，这种趋势一开始是对经济衰落所做出的一种反应——出现于80年代后期缩小经济规模所引起的大量人员冗余之后——在英国，至少在我所认识的中产阶级的简化生活者中，这种趋势仍被认为与节俭政治有关联，虽然如此，我们有着不同的缘由去寻求使自己的生活简单化。

对我们这一代女性来说，整个80年代我们曾被迫忙碌地生活，90年代中期的简化生活与其说是寻求神话般的好生活——自己种有机蔬菜以及冒险制造有机蔬菜——倒不如说我们都认识了自身的局限。


Passage Two


70.D。细节推断题。这句话可直译为：将钱花在广告上是我所知道的好的花钱方式之一。言外之意是：将钱花在广告上好或很值(worthwhile)。故答案为D。

71.A。信息判断题。原文第一段历数了广告所带来的诸多益处。它直接有助于产品以合理价格迅速销出(distribution)，在稳定国内市场(home market)的同时，使产品能以有竞争力(competitive)的价格出口进入国际市场；它给人以新的消费观，从而大大地提高人们的生活标准；它增加了市场需求(demand)，扩大了劳动力(labour)市场，有效地扩大了就业。它使许多公共事业的服务价格低廉，因为，这些服务都可以利用登广告所赚的钱补贴其经营费用，这使得它们可以降低价格。选项中只有A的内容没有提及。故答案为A。

72.D。观点态度题。文章第三段和第四段讨论了一个反对广告的著名电视工作者(television personality)的看法。他反对广告的理由是：广告是劝诱性的(persuade)，而不是客观地提供信息(inform)，但是，作者认为：作这种区别有些过于细微了(excessively fine)，广告当然要劝诱人们。即使在很小的方面，也很难做到只局限于(confine…to)客观地提供信息，而且，那样的话，广告就失去了吸引力，没人会注意它。由此可见，在作者看来，广告的这两方面很难严格地区别开来，二者是有机地结合在一起的，不能顾此失彼。所以，作者认为这个电视工作者的态度是片面的。故答案为D。

73.C。信息判断题。在文章第三段最后一句话，Of course advertising seeks to persuade，作者提出了他对广告劝诱消费者这一说法是支持的。作者认为，毫无疑问，广告会劝诱消费者。在最后一段指出它不仅是这样，而且应该是这样，否则，广告便失去了吸引力而没人看了。选项C与此信息一致。故答案为C。


参考译文


花在广告上的钱和我所知花在任何别处的钱一样值得。它直接有助于商品以合理的价格销售，由此建立稳固的国内市场，并使商品能以富有竞争力的价格出口。它吸引人们对新观念的注意，极大地提高生活标准。广告有助于增加市场需求，从而确保对劳动力需求的增加，因此是遏制失业的一个有效方法。也降低了多种服务费用，没有广告，每天看的报纸价格会上涨四倍，电视收视费会翻番，公共汽车或地铁票也得提高20%以上。

也许最重要的是，广告为你购买的商品或服务提供了合理的价值方面的保证。除了国会制定的二十七项法案对广告词加以约束之外，没有哪个专职广告商胆敢推销与广告承诺不符的产品。他们或许能通过误导性的广告暂时愚弄一些人，但时间不会太长，因为庆幸的是，公众有良好的意识，他们不会一而再地去购买劣质商品。如果你看到一种商品不断地打广告，我认为这是最可靠的证明，即此商品一定与其宣传名副其实，一定体现良好的价值。广告给社会带来的物质利益比任何我所能想到的方式都多。

我觉得有一点还得谈一谈。最近我听到一位著名电视人宣称他反对广告，因为广告意在劝诱而非提供信息。他把两者区分得过于细微，因为广告不可避免地要劝说消费者。

如果广告的内容仅仅限于提供信息（虽说这不是不可能做到的，但它本身也是很难做的，因为哪怕是挑衬衫颜色这样的细节也带有几分劝诱性），那会令人生厌，以致没人再去理会。但也许这就是那位著名电视人所希望看到的。


Passage Three


74.D。信息推断题。在本文首段，作者将“造物主义理论”（或“创世主义理论”）与进化论对立而论，指出前者的基础是宗教而不是科学，而且，几乎所有的科学家和大部分非原教旨主义宗教领袖都越来越将所谓“科学的”造物主义理论看作拙劣的科学和拙劣的宗教。由此可知，creationism是对人类起源的虚假欺骗理论。故答案为D。

75.B。细节推断题。第二段指出，他利用合适的机会（at appropriate places）对造物主义理论进行了批判。在最后三章，他毫不客气地将造物主义者批判了一通（gives the creationists a good beating）。由此可知，金切尔（Kitcher）写书的目的是揭露造物主义理论的真实面目。故答案为B。

76.B。信息推断题。文章最后一句指出，“本书赌注的是理性”。的确如此——如果理性是创世纪论和进化论之争的唯一裁判，一切问题就已解决了。本句是一个虚拟条件句，等于说：all would be well if reason were the only judge in the creationism/evolution debate.言外之意是说，造物主义的论点不是建立在理性之上的。故答案为B。

77.A。信息推断题。本文是一个书评摘要。这从第二、三段对金切尔书中观点的评论就可以一目了然。故答案为A。


参考译文


有传言说，有20多本关于创世纪论与进化论之争的书即将出版，有几本已经面世了。所有这些书的目的是试图告诉那些迷糊而且常常是还不开通的芸芸众生：就宇宙和生命的起源与发展问题而言，不可能存在两种都成立的科学理论。对于所发生的一切，宇宙学、地质学、生物学已经提供了一贯的、统一的并且是在不断完善的解释。而“科学”创世纪论——当课堂上讲授进化论时，有些人就想争抢“相同的课时”来解释它——是基于宗教，而非科学的。实际上，所有科学家和大多数非原教旨主义宗教领袖们都已将“科学”创世纪论看作是拙劣的科学和拙劣的宗教。

金切尔是位哲学家，这也许能部分说明他的立论为何明确而有说服力。非专业人士起码可以了解支持进化论的各种数据和观点。关于创世纪论者的最后一章对每个人来说都阐述得极为清楚。这部优秀作品的护封上引用了斯蒂芬·杰·古尔德的一句话，“本书赌的是理性。”的确如此——如果理性是创世纪论和进化论之争的唯一裁判，一切问题就已解决了。


Passage Four


78.A。细节推断题。第一段第一句指出，在实践中，科学（的进步）更多地依赖于实验的观察者（指做实验的人）的心理准备状况，而更少地依赖于科学所设置的实验，用于说明这一句阐明的道理；第二段列举的牛顿的例子进一步说明，他只是怀有好奇心，指出了为捕捉未预料到的现象而做好心理准备的重要性。由此可知，牛顿的例子说明了好奇心比科学实验更重要。故答案为A。

79.B。事实细节题。第二段指出，不可预测性是科学研究的本质内容（不可缺少）的一部分。如果没有不可预测性，就无所谓研究。科学家们在为科学杂志写作千篇一律的报告时往往忘记这一点。由此可知，科学家不应该忽视对不可预测现象的推测。故答案为B。

80.D。事实细节题。文章第三段第一句提及年轻科学家认为他们认为“科学方法”可以代替创造性思维。选项D：坚持“科学方法”，与此信息一致。故答案为D。

81.A。信息推断题。第四段第三句指出，假如科学实验像科学杂志登载的论文所显示的那样完全按事先的计划设计完成，那么，管理者如果期望实验会产生可以用美元和美分测量的结果就会是完全符合逻辑的。言外之意，科学实验中总是会存在一些难以预测的现象，因此所产生的结果有时难以预测，因此，不能肯定地说某项实验必定会产生经济效益。选项A：可能不像预料的那样有利可图，与文章内容一致。故答案为A。


参考译文


在实践中，科学的进步依赖于做实验，但更依赖于实验的观察者（即做实验的人）的心理是否有足够的准备。艾萨克·牛顿爵士通过苹果落地发现了万有引力。多少个世纪以来，苹果一直在许多地方落到地面，也有成千上万的人看到过苹果落地。多年来牛顿一直对月球和行星绕轨道运行的起因好奇不已。是什么使它们处于现在的位置呢?它们为什么不落到天空之外呢?苹果向下落到地面不是向上飞到树上，这一事实回答了他长期以来一直对天空中更大果实——月球和行星所存有的疑问。

多少人考虑过苹果向上飞到树上的可能性呢?牛顿考虑过，因为他不想对任何事情进行预测。他只是怀有好奇心。他的思想在准备思考不可预测的事。不可预测性是科学研究不可或缺的一个重要特征。如果没有不可预测现象的产生就无所谓科学研究了。科学家们在为科学杂志撰写千篇一律的报告时常常忘记这一点，而历史上这样的例子却比比皆是。

在和一些科学家，特别是年轻科学家交谈时，你可能会有这样一种印象：他们认为“科学方法”可以代替创造性思维。我出席过一些科研会议，会上有人问一位科学家继续某项实验是否是明智之举。那位科学家皱了皱眉，又看了看图表，然后说：“数据还是不够充分。”预算部门的人说：“这点我们知道，但你的意见如何?你觉得值得做下去吗?你觉得我们可以期待什么呢?”这位科学家感到很震惊，他没有料到人们会让他做出预测。

当然，这几乎等于说：那位科学家成了他自己论文的受害者。他所提出的种种论断是如此不容置疑、如此一致，以至于不仅他自己相信了，而且也说服了工商界的管理者相信其正确性。假如科学实验像科学杂志登载的科学报告显示的那样完全按事先的计划去规划和实施，那么，对管理层来说，期待研究能够产生可以用金钱衡量的结果是完全合理的。审计人员也完全有理由相信，确切知道自己的目标并知道如何实现这一目标的科学家们根本没必要用一只眼盯着现金计数器的同时，还要用另一只眼睛盯着显微镜。如果像他们的论文所反映的那样，科学家也想看到规律性和与某种标准模式的一致性，那么如果管理人员歧视研究人员中的“标新立异者”，而赞赏“善于合作”的具有传统思维模式的人，那也是无可指摘的。

 】语篇错误。由上下文语义判断，此句与前句应该是转折关系，而不是因果关系。前句提到美国领导人通过了一个又一个法案，以使美国黑人摆脱贫困的枷锁，并为弱势群体提供了更强大的安全网，本句则说两股强大的力量共同束缚着美国黑人的经济自由和远大抱负。前后形成鲜明的对照，故应该用表转折关系的连词替换Because。

89.complete→entire/whole

【解析
 】词汇错误。complete，entire和whole作为形容词都是指“全部的，完整的”，entire指形状、数量或时间范围整体，在许多情况下可以与whole通用，complete强调所有需要的或正确的部分都存在。此处表示“一生”，是个时间范围的整体，故应该用entire或whole。

【解析

【解析

Adults are getting smarter about how smart babies are.Not long ago,researchers learned that 4-day-old could understand addition and subtraction.Now,British research psychologist Graham Schafer has discovered that infants can learn words for uncommon things long before they can speak.He found that 9-month old infants could be taught,through repeated show-and-tell,to recognize the names of objects that were foreign to them,a result that challenges in some ways the received wisdom that,apart from learning to identify things common to their daily lives,children don't begin to build vocabulary until well into their second year.“It's no secret that children learn words,but the words they tend to know are words linked to specific situations in the home,” explains Schafer.“This is the first demonstration that we can choose what words the children will learn and that they can respond to them with an unfamiliar voice giving instructions in an unfamiliar setting.” Figuring out how humans acquire language may shed light on why some children learn to read and write later than others,Schafer says,and could lead to better treatments for developmental problems.What's more,the study of language acquisition offers direct insight into how humans learn.“Language is a test case for human cognitive development,” says Schafer.But parents eager to teach their infants should take note even without being taught new words,a control group caught up with the other infants within a few months.“This is not about advancing development,” he says.“It's just about what children can do at an earlier age than what educators have often thought.”

66.B。信息推断题。第一段指出，有人主张为学生的未来工作而进行计算机课堂教学，有人则主张为教育的根本改革这一更广泛的目的进行计算机课堂教学，在这两种人之间存在着一条看不见的界限。很少有人撰文论述这一区别——或更确切地说是矛盾，但是，这一问题恰恰是主张计算机课堂教学这一运动的症结之所在。可见，在这两句中已经提到了计算机教学的目的不清的问题。在全文的最后一句作者也总结说：当然，应该指出的是，无论是职业学校还是普通学校，其办学目的不明确都是无益的。故答案为B。

67.D。事实细节题。第二段第五句“With optimism characteristic of all industrialized countries,we came to accept that everyone is fit to be educated”指出，随着乐观主义的思想深入到所有工业化国家，人们开始认为每个人都适于受教育。选项D提及所有的孩子都必须接受教育起源于工业化国家的乐观主义态度，与文章内容一致。故答案为D。

参考译文


对于计算机课堂教学，人们在观点上存在着一条无形的界限：一种是以学生的就业前景为理由，另一种是以激进的教育改革为理由。很少有人就这一区别——事实上是矛盾——进行撰文探讨，但它却是促使计算机进入课堂的活动出问题的关键。

旨在使学生胜任某种工作的教育是职业教育，它存在的理由与法律所规定的普及教育之间有很大差别。根据法律要求，所有儿童都必须就学至十几岁，其目的并非简单地增加他们的谋职能力。我们更应该具有的是作为美国公民的某种观念，即他必须准确判断自身的生活和幸福是如何受到外界影响的，否则他的公民特征就是不完整的。但是情况并不总是如此；在法律要求所有儿童必须上学至一定年龄之前，人们普遍认为有些儿童天生就不适合接受这种教育。随着工业化给国家带来的特有乐观精神，我们已经接受人人都适合受教育的观念。倡导计算机教育的人抛弃了这一乐观理念，取而代之的是与他们乐观外表相悖的悲观论调。基于将计算机引入课堂的“教育理由”和“谋职理由”的混淆，主张计算机教育的人常常只强调毕业生的就业前景，而忽略了他们的教育成就。

对适当的学生实行职业教育也有道理。欧洲的许多学校很早就引进职业培训的概念，以确保儿童具备欲从事的职业所需的技能。然而，去臆断科学家、商人、会计职位的数量是武断的。此外，在我们这么大的一个国家里，经济延展到这么多的州，涉及这么多的国际公司，因而要按照数量培养出所需要的各类专业人员是不太可能的。

但是对少数学生而言，职业培训也许是可取之路，因为在其他因素相同的情况下，熟练的技能是能否得到工作的关键。当然，目前计算机的基本操作非常简单。不需要花毕生的时间去熟悉各种不同的软件程序的使用。当然如果想成为一名计算机工程师，事情就完全不同了。基本的计算机技能最长也只需一两个月就能学会。不管怎样，基本的计算机技能只是对成为专业技术人员所需的各种实际技能的补充。当然应该看到的是，不管是职业学校，还是普通学校，混淆计算机教学的目的，都不会有益。

72.D。细节推断题。根据第三段最后三句，信息应该根据特定要求载入用户的屏幕（by specific request）。商业信息一旦在没有要求的情况下就被推入用户的屏幕，那么，网络和电视的区别就不存在了，这种前景正是Net purists所惧怕的。这里，Net purists指主张保持网络特色的人。选项D：没有主动要求就不应该提供在线商业信息，与文章内容一致。故答案为D。

73.B。细节推断题。在最后一段作者指出，网上的公司不使用“推”的策略也肯定能赚钱。Virtual Vineyards和Amazon.com（两个网址的名称）以及其他开拓者的例子表明：销售对路产品的网址，加上互动、礼貌、安全等特点，将同样会吸引网上客户。由此可推知，互动、礼貌、安全对在线客户来说很重要。故答案为B。


参考译文


大约在网上交易的第一年当中，大部分业务活动都是围绕着努力开发消费者市场来进行的。最近，随着证明网络不仅是一种时尚而已，公司间便开始（在网上）交易产品和服务。这类公司之间的销售是很有道理的，因为商人通常都知道他们需要什么产品。

不过，由于怀疑网络的可靠性许多公司仍对网络的使用犹豫不决。Forrester研究所的资深分析家布兰·欧文说：“商家需要认识到他们可以信赖销售商和供应商之间的这种途径。”有些公司为了限制这种冒险，只与那些已经熟识的贸易伙伴进行在线贸易，给予这些伙伴进入本公司局域网的权利。

网络商业模式的另一个重大变化体现在营销策略上。前些年，互联网上的营销活动还集中在如何将用户“拉进”网站的策略问题上。然而，在去年，软件公司开发出新的技术，这些技术使得公司可以将信息直接“推出”给消费者，直接把营销信息传送给特定的用户。最突出的例子是Pointcast网络，该网络使用一种屏幕保护系统，将大量最新的信息和广告不断地传送到用户的计算机显示器上。用户可以定制自己想要接受的信息，然后直接进入某个公司的网址。像Virtual Vineyards这样的公司业已开始采用类似的技术将有关特价商品、产品推销或其他活动的信息“推”向用户。但这种“推”销技术遭到许多网上用户的鄙视。网上文化推崇这样一个概念，即流动到屏幕上的信息应是在专门的请求之后才出现的。一旦商业促销不请自来地充斥电脑屏幕，那么网络和电视就没多大差别了。这种前景让网络净化者感到不安。

网上公司并不是非得依靠“推销”策略才能挣钱。像Virtual Vineyards和Amazon.com及其他开拓者的例子说明：一个销售适类商品的网站，如果将交互性、热情服务、安全性合理结合，肯定会吸引网上用户的。计算能力的成本持续自由下降，这对任何建立了网上销售的企业来说都是个好的征兆。回顾过去的5到10年的历史，人们很可能会感到奇怪：尝试网上销售的公司为何如此之少呢?

The following points are the evidence: they say
everything is just dark, and then just give up totally and never make
their determination for what they want to do. However, there are
optimistic point of view that our world in the future will be a better

place to live in, as far as they’re concerned there. For them every

From the table, it is clear that net sales grew steadily in the
five-year period, from $ 63,386,000 to $100,943,000. The net
income, however, fluctuated, which went up three years in a trend
till 2016, the most profitable year, with a dramatic rise from
$1,571,000 in 2014 to $2,463,000 in 2016. Then the net income
declined in the following years. The biggest drop can be seen in the
year of 2018, sharply falling from $2,382,000 in 2017 to
$ 1,630,000 in 2018.

Attention should be drawn to the continuing rise of expenses on
selling, engineer and administration during this period. Though the net
sales in 2018 went up by $ 37,557 compared with the figure of

$ 63,386 in 2014, increases of expenses were disproportionately large.
