前言

写这本书的初衷，是因为在我面授班学习的一些学生常由于各种原因请假缺课，为了给他们补齐课上所讲的内容，同时巩固已学知识，我制作了一系列的词汇练习课件，里面全是英文例句和各种小测试，还给练习题配上了录音讲解。没想到，收到课件的学生都反馈说这种形式的作业很好、很新鲜，给予了我很大的肯定。对于一名老师而言，还有什么赞美能比得上学生的肯定和支持呢？于是，我白天讲课，晚上整理课件，基本上每天完成2个单元。历时一年，本书终于完稿。

其实，我更多的课件是雅思、托福和SAT内部讲义，因为之前一直都在讲授这几门课程。但是在这几年所带的面授班里，我发现有留学意向的学生年龄越来越小，他们在课上叫我刘Sir，课下叫我叔叔。好多学生在初中阶段就开始准备留学了。放学的时候，总有家长在教室门口拦住我说：“刘老师，帮帮我家孩子吧，背单词太难了！”

于是我一转念，决定还是先把高中的词汇整理出来，因为高中阶段的学习对一个人的影响十分深远，高中生学习欲望也最强烈。至于更高级别的词汇书，如果实际情况允许的话，我会继续挑灯夜战，整理出四六级、考研、雅思、托福、SAT等一系列词汇书，来满足学生的备考需求。

如果你想对本书有更好的使用和学习体验，请先了解以下两个概念。

1. Readability 可读性

为了让学生享受学习的乐趣，不再背诵枯燥的词汇表，本书每个单元包含10个目标单词，并且精心设计了5种测试题型：释义匹配、句子填空、多项选择、判断正误和口语表达。在不同的语境里来学习这10个目标单词，为的就是给学生一点新鲜感。很多句子的场景描述都十分贴近实际生活，读起来轻松自然，用起来得心应手。句子的选取围绕三个核心原则：知识性、趣味性、逻辑性。力求语法简单，逻辑清晰，少用难词、怪词，基本不用俚语和方言。当你在使用这本书的时候，会有切身的体会。

我相信，一本书，有好的内容才会有生命力。

2. “i+1”语言输入假设理论

“i+1”语言输入假设理论是美国南加州大学语言学教授、应用语言学家斯蒂芬•克拉申（Stephen D. Krashen）在总结前人理论的基础上提出的第二语言习得的重要理论。克拉申从20世纪70年代初开始研究第二语言习得。他认为，理想的语言输入应具备四个特点：可理解性、趣味与关联、非语法程序安排、足够的输入量。

“i+1”输入假设理论包含以下几个核心观点。

（1）输入是语言习得的首要条件。

语言学习，唯有大量输入，方有大量输出。

本书共180个单元，每个单元有10个目标单词，全书共计1800个高考核心词。每个单元有5种测试题型，包括10道英文释义匹配题、10道句子填空题、10道多项选择题、10道判断正误题和3道口语表达题。相信学习完这180个单元后，你的词汇输入量会提高很多。

（2）输入的语言必须是“可理解性的”。

学习者只有接触到可理解的语言信息，语言习得才会发生。可理解的语言输入是语言习得的必要条件；不可理解的语言输入，对学习者不但无用，反而是一种噪音。

本书中几乎所有的例句都简明易懂，并且多项选择题所有的选项用词都是同义词、反义词，或者同类别的功能词，非常适合对目标词汇进行识记、理解和运用。

（3）“i+1”原则

“i+1”公式中的“i”表示语言学习者当前的水平，“1”表示略高于习得者现有水平的语言知识，即语言的就近发展区。克拉申认为，“学生只有获得可理解的语言输入时，才能习得语言”，也就是说，学生习得英语的途径就是通过“可理解性”语言的输入。如果老师给学生提供的是i+0或i+2及以上的内容，就达不到最佳的教学效果；i+0的内容太简单，i+2及以上的内容太难理解。

本书中的例句都是平行或略高于高中难度，而并没有采用高考真题例句作为语境素材。因为在真题的长难句中，往往有好几个生词、难词或语法结构并存，句子的难度系数过大。在语言水平测试中，语料素材有一定的难度系数可以理解。不过，在平时的学习环节中，最好还是使用句法简单、逻辑清晰的短句，才可以让学生专注理解、分析和运用核心词汇，而不是被其他晦涩的语言知识点搞得晕头转向。很多学生的英语学习成效少，原因之一就是选材方向、素材难度、训练方式不当。

（4）“此时此地”原则

克拉申认为，语言输入应遵循“此时此地”原则，输入的语言必须是真实的、有意义的，因为语言习得只有在真实的语境中才会产生，也只有真实的语言交流才有意义，学习者不过多地注意语言形式，才能排除母语的干扰，才会在轻松、愉快的氛围中完成习得。

只有把一个单词放回句子里，才能真正理解它的具体含义，只有通过语境（context）才能真正掌握它的实际用法。本书的例句绝大部分都是我绞尽脑汁精心编写的，本着知识性、趣味性、逻辑性的三个原则，尽量贴近实际生活，使学生在轻松、愉快的语境里推测词义，掌握词性，拓展相关用法。

因为我一直相信这句名言，“No context, no meaning.”

一个个地道实用的句子，就是学习单词的最佳语境。

为此，我特别感谢学生时代的两位英语老师——常胜军和李炳军老师。在大一的时候，他们一再教导我们，学英语一定要多翻字典、多看例句，遇见好的句子最好抄下来、背下来。班上的很多同学都把这话当作耳旁风，因为那时已经有了各种电子词典可以查单词，比翻阅纸质大词典轻松、快捷多了。

我听从了老师的教导。大学四年，我一共买了六七本词典。别人翻阅词典是为了查找词义，我除此之外，还在词典上做笔记，把实用的例句用红笔标记出来。在查过的单词旁边，还写上查询时的日期。你一定很好奇我为什么要这样做，具体原因我会在微信公众号的录音讲解中做详细的说明。

更多学习方法和心得体会，你可以在我的微信公众号“单词教练”里看到，在此就不一一赘述了。

本书使用说明

亲爱的同学，以下内容是老师为你精心编写的教材使用说明。希望你能按照说明来使用这本书，假以时日，必有所成。

一 释义匹配（Matching Words with Definitions）

1. 每个单元精讲10个单词，请你查找音标、辨别词性、确定词义

在学习每个单元的单词时，如果你还无法做到“见词能读”，希望你多动手，给不熟悉的单词标注音标，同时借助手机或者在线字典，听读单词的发音。培养良好的语言学习习惯，应该从每一个单词的读音开始，一旦发音过关，你学习单词的效率将会迅速提高，听力水平也会大大改善。

单词有不同的词性，常见的有动词、名词、形容词、副词等，而且每个单词可能有不同的词性，这是高考听力和阅读中的难点。请你多翻一翻字典，把词性（v., n., adj., adv. etc）标注在单词旁边。尽管书中第三章附上了单词的中文释义和词性，还是希望你亲自动手，这本身也是学习的过程。翻阅字典，也是一种乐趣。这个举动，会对你日后的口语表达、书面写作有巨大的帮助。

2. 英文释义该怎么用？

在前10个单元中，每个单元里单词的英文释义和上方10个单词的顺序都是一一对应的。不过，从第11单元开始，你会发现，英文释义的顺序被打乱了，你需要将上方的单词和下面的英文释义进行匹配。也就是说，单词释义匹配练习，会从第11单元正式开始。

你一定想知道，为什么要用英文释义，而不是中文吧。

其实，英语是一门外语，它和中文并非完全对等。很多词非常微妙，细微差别在中文释义中体现不出来。直接用英文解释词义，会比中文描述更加精准、具体。更重要的是，你越早学会用英文解释和阐述一个单词的概念，就能越早摆脱汉语逻辑对英语学习的干扰，这将会有助于你早日形成英语思维模式。

二 句子填空（Sentence Completion）

孤立地背诵单词，效率低下，且很容易遗忘。只有把单词放在真实的语言环境里，结合上下文，才是记忆词汇的有效途径。

在句子填空环节，你会看到10个例句，句型简单，语法结构清晰，目的就是让你把注意力集中在完成练习上面，而不是被句子里其他复杂难懂的单词或语法所困扰，这一点也是符合语言测试学原理的。在做句子填空练习的时候，需要检查一下所填单词的拼写、人称、时态、语态，这会帮助你养成认真细致的学习习惯，为写作和口语表达夯实基础。

随着练习的深入，在每个例句中，也会适当增加一些高频、高难词汇和短语，如此一来，除了本书中精心筛选出的1800个目标单词外，高考要求的其余词汇也都会在各种练习题中体现，以达到强化训练的目的。因此，实际上练习题已经包含了考试要求的3500个词汇，完全可以满足备考需求。此外，本书依据高中英语教材词汇表，适当增加了一些超纲词汇，帮助考生从容应对考试。

如果你愿意把这10个例句背诵下来，将会为你的口语打下扎实的基础。除此之外，你还可以在晨读的时候，大声朗读这些例句。假以时日，你的口语表达就会有明显的进步。学习英语口语，唯有大量输入，方可大量输出。

三 多项选择（Multiple-Choice Questions）

多项选择这个环节的目的是为了考查每一个单词的语义、词性在真实语言环境里的实际运用。需要注意的是，每一道题的答案不是唯一的，几个选项都有可能是正确答案。只要符合一般客观事实和实际生活情形，符合大众的世界观、人生观、价值观，就可以列为正确答案。当然，第二章已经列出了单元练习的参考答案。除了一般客观事实题，你的答案可能与参考答案有所不同。不用担心，多多思考，和同学们积极讨论，你们的终极目标是词汇学习和语言学习。

四 判断正误（T/F: True or False; Agreement or Disagreement）

在这个测试环节中，例句有名言警句或谚语，也有心灵或生活上的感悟，需要你根据自己的学习积累和生活体验做出判断，或者表示认同与否。例句中出现“YOU”或“YOUR”的，表示依据你的个人观点作答。老师同样建议你和同学们多多探讨，相互学习。同时，希望你能有独立的思考能力和见解，而不是偏听偏信，人云亦云。因为在现今的社会中，每天都有海量信息被生产和传播出来。独立思考和批判性思维，显得尤为可贵。老师期待你们的身上能保留这些特质。

五 口语表达（Oral Presentations）

为了让每个单元的10个单词学以致用，老师还精心设计了3个口语话题，从而在完成本单元的学习时，让你的大脑再来一次头脑风暴。很多题目都参考和借鉴了近几年雅思和托福口语部分的话题，同时降低了难度系数，目的就是希望你能多开口，表达自己的想法，尝试做一些口语输出（output）练习，为你以后的口语类考试和生活交流做好准备。

同时，请你关注老师的微信公众号：单词教练。我会建立口语作业微信群，在微信群里，你可以用语音进行回答，和天南海北的同学一起练习口语。更多信息，请随时关注“单词教练”公众号发布的内容。

六 关于单元测试的设计

在每完成10个单元的学习之后，会有一个单元测试环节，有反义词匹配，形容词、名词短语搭配等各种练习。其中常用的搭配可能多次出现，以加深你对该短语的印象。这并不是传统意义上的单元测试。实际上，合理有效的词汇搭配练习，会有助于加深对单词的理解和运用，对口语表达、书面写作都有很强的指导意义。
