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前言


我在教学和培训过程中，经常会被学生问到同一个问题一一怎样在短时间内迅速提高雅思成绩？而我的回答总是看似与外语学习无关 : 只有量变才能带来质变。如同驾车人所行驶的里程与其驾车水平的关系。

这样的回答或许会令许多提问者感到失望。现在很多培训机构都承诺经过短期培训，考生能够快速突破英语学习的瓶颈，取得考试高分，那么考生有这样的期待也就不足为怪了。而正因为有这样的期待，考生就更容易陷入不愿下工夫提高实际的语言运用能力，过分依赖应试技巧的误区。

还是让我们先回顾一下雅思学术类与普通培训类(移民类)考试设计的初衷吧。就阅读考试来说，雅思学术类考试的目的是考查英语为非母语者在英语学术环境下的语言运用能力。在英语学术环境下，学习者要通过寻读、略读、猜测词义、判断及概括等技能进行大量阅读，解决问题。完成这些任务对学习者的阅读水平有相当高的要求，达到 6 分以上的成绩是完成这些学术任务的基本要求。普通培训类(移民类)考试则考查在一般的英语教育或社会背景下的语言生存能力，同样要求考生具备上述阅读技能，但要完成的任务的难度明显低于学术类考试。显然，在训练阅读技能的过程中，一蹴而就的想法是不切实际的。

虽然提高雅思成绩没有捷径，但是却可以少走弯路。那么，如何逐步有效地提高阅读技能呢？对考试题型的深入了解、大量的实战练习和技巧点拨缺一不可。本书从雅思阅读学术类和培训类题型与相关技能入手，结合本人多年的雅思教学经验，对雅思阅读考试的题型特点进行了深入的分析，并为考生提供了相应的策略与技巧，以及训练的有效方法及步骤，帮助考生在指导下进行训练，在训练中提高能力。在每种题型与策略的小结部分，还提供了对中国考生常陷入的误区的分析以及关键技巧的点拨。通过在每种题型的最后所附的拓展练习部分，考生还可就该部分的阅读技能和词汇进行巩固训练。经过各种题型的训练后，考生可利用模拟练习来检验阅读水平和巩固所学技能。需要注意的是，考生在练习和自测过程中，要避免看文章所附的注释部分，应通过理解上下文来猜测生词。测试结束后，结和注释再看分析讲解部分，深入地剖析文章，这样更有利于考生阅读水平的提高。

真实性是本书选材的原则。所有文章均选自最新原文报刊，内容的难易度力求贴近雅思阅读考试。通过阅读，考生不仅可以在能力和技巧上得到训练，还能进一步了解西方的社会、文化以及科技新进展，有助于拓宽思路，增长知识，更好地应对雅思学术类阅读考试。

希望本书能帮助雅思考生在深入了解雅思考试及应试技巧的基础上，找到最适合自己的学习方法。如果考生能够以良好的心态准备考试，在备考过程中更多地考虑提高语言水平、更多地使用英语，不期冀一朝一夕之间出现奇迹，而是通过循序渐进、有的放矢的训练来提高英语水平，那么雅思成绩的提高自然是水到渠成的事了。
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第一章 雅思阅读考试简介





第一节   学术类考试与普通培训类考试



雅思阅读考试分为学术类（Academic）和培训类（General Training）两种。


1. 学术类考试


学术类阅读考试主要是针对去英语国家完成大学或研究生学业的留学生而设，主要考查考生在学术背景下使用英语进行阅读的能力。

学术类阅读考试由3篇文章组成，每篇文章的长度约为800～1,000词。考生在60分钟的时间内需要阅读2,400～3,000词，完成40道题。一般说来，文章的难度逐篇递增。阅读材料选自科普性期刊、杂志、书籍或研究报告，内容涉及文化、教育、经济、商业、农业、医学、建筑、环保和科技等方面，均为大众普遍关心的话题。文章具有一定的专业性，但目标读者为非专业人士，其中至少一篇有详细的逻辑论证。如果文章的专业性较强，可能会附有专业词汇表。


2. 普通培训类考试


近年来，越来越多的移民澳大利亚、加拿大和新西兰等国的人员被这些国家要求参加该项考试。在我国，普通培训类考试通常被称为移民类考试，主要考查考生在一般的教育或社会背景下的基本生存技能，文章在选材和难度等方面与学术类考试有很大的不同。

培训类阅读考试的内容由5篇以上的文章组成，阅读量约为2,000～2,750词。题量约为38～42题，但通常为40题，分3部分，文章的长度和难度均逐渐递增。考试时间为60分钟。

第一部分考查应试者在英语环境下的生存能力，含多篇实用性很强的功能性短文，如广告、旅行安排和药品说明书等。

第二部分考查应试者在就学或培训环境下的英语能力，内容多与大学课程、学费、住宿和社团活动有关。该部分一般由两篇500词左右的文章组成。

第三部分一般由一篇700词左右的文章组成，内容涉及教育、科技、环保和体育等社会生活的各个方面。




第二节   雅思阅读考试题型概况



雅思阅读考试不同于其他如托福，大学英语四、六级等标准化外语考试，具有题型灵活多样、测试点全面等特点，能够比较全面、真实地反映考生的英语运用能力。常见题型有：标题匹配题（headings match）、概述总结题（summary）、判断题（YES / NO / NOT GIVEN或TRUE / FALSE / NOT GIVEN）、多项选择题（multiple-choice questions）、补全信息题（completion tasks）、简答题（short answer questions）和分类匹配题（classification）。下面，我们将对这些题型进行逐一的介绍和指导。


1. 标题匹配题（headings match）


标题匹配题的题目要求通常出现在文章前面，要求考生从所提供的一系列标题中选出与文章的段落或部分相匹配的标题。这类题目都有可以参照的例子，例子可能是第一段，也可能是中间的某一段或两段。做题前应注意读题，避免答案错位。另外，需要提醒考生的是，指令的NB部分虽然有You may use any heading more than once.这句话，但在正式考试中从未出现过一个标题搭配多个段落的情况。

2. 概述总结题（summary）


这类题目要求对文章的总结性内容进行填空。试题包括两种形式：一种要求从文章中选择适当的词或词组填空；另一种要求从所提供的词或词组中选择答案。 概述总结是对文章主要内容的释义（paraphrasing）。雅思考试不单独考查语法，这种题型也是在间接考查考生的语法和词汇知识。

总之，雅思学术类考试和普通培训类考试分别考查考生在学术背景下使用英语进行阅读和解决问题的能力及在英语国家的一般教育和社会背景下的基本生存能力。需要考查的阅读技能如下：

.寻找具体的事实性信息的能力；

.识别文章的主旨大意和支持性观点的能力；

.对文章进行概述总结的能力；

.理解文章论点的能力；

.识别观点/态度并进行推理的能力。

雅思考试通过不同的题型对这些能力进行考查，本书的第二章将针对不同的题型逐一介绍各项阅读技能和解题策略。



第二章 雅思阅读考试题型与解题策略


对于雅思阅读考试的各种题型，考生需要采取相应的对策，才能快速、准确地答题。本章将对这些题型的特点和解题策略进行逐一的介绍和指导，通过仿真练习以及详尽的指导，使读者全面掌握第一章介绍的7类题型的解题思路及技巧。之后读者可以通过拓展练习进行基本阅读技能的训练。




第一节   标题匹配题



英文的段落通常由围绕同一主题的若干句话组成。每段话一般由论点（main idea）和解释或说明这一论点的支持性内容（supporting ideas）组成。通常有一个主题句（topic sentence）来表述主要论点。主题句通常是段落的首句，也可能出现在段落的中间或末尾。但在很多情况下，作者可能只是对主要论点进行暗示，而不是在某一句话中指明。在这种情况下，读者要对段落中的信息进行概括总结，进而把握段落的主题。

标题匹配题在雅思考试中占相当大的比重。这一题型的目的是考查考生理解、识别文章或段落的主旨大意或主要论点的能力。标题匹配题大致包括以下两种题型：

1.   为指定的段落（paragraph）寻找恰当的标题；  

2.   为包含若干段落的节（section）寻找恰当的标题。

在例1中，我们将通过寻找topic sentence来训练归纳和总结段落主旨大意的能力。建议读者每次做题时先不要阅读注释，做完题后第二次阅读时再参照注释和考点提示进行检查。

On Being a Scientist: Responsible Conduct in Research Experimental Techniques and the Treatment of Data


A  One goal of methods is to facilitate
 

[1]



 the independent verification of scientific observations. Thus, many experimental techniques—such as statistical tests of significance, double-blind trials, or proper phrasing of questions on surveys—have been designed to minimise the influence of individual bias in research. By adhering to

 these techniques, researchers produce results that others can more easily reproduce, which promotes the acceptance of those results into the scientific consensus

B  If research in a given area does not use generally accepted methods, other scientists will be less likely to accept the results. This was one of several reasons why many scientists reacted negatively to the initial reports of cold fusion

 in the late 1980s. The claims were so physically implausible

 that they required extraordinary proof. But the experiments were not initially presented in such a way that other investiga-tors could corroborate

 or disprove them. When the experimental techniques became widely known and were replicated

 , belief in cold fusion quickly faded.

C  In some cases the methods used to arrive at scientific knowledge are not very well defined. Consider the problem of distinguishing the "facts" at the forefront of a given area of science. In such circumstances experimental techniques are often pushed to the limit, the signal is difficult to separate from the noise, unknown sources of error abound

 , and even the question to be answered is not well defined. In such an uncertain and fluid situation, picking out reliable data from a mass of confusing and sometimes contradictory observations can be extremely difficult.

D  In this stage of an investigation, researchers have to be extremely clear, both to themselves and to others, about the methods being used to gather and analyse data. Other scientists will be judging not only the validity of the data but also the   validity and accuracy of the methods used to derive those data. The development of new methods can be a controversial process, as scientists seek to determine whether a given method can serve as a reliable source of new information. If someone is not forthcoming

 about the procedures used to derive a new result, the validation of that result by others will be hampered

E  Methods are important in science, but like scientific knowledge itself, they are not infallible

 . As they evolve over time, better methods supersede

 less powerful or less acceptable ones. Methods and scientific knowledge thus progress in parallel, with each area of knowledge contributing to the other.

F  A good example of the fallibility

 of methods occurred in astronomy in the early part of the twentieth century. One of the most ardent

 debates in astronomy at that time concerned the nature of what were then known as spiral nebulae

 —diffuse pinwheels of light that powerful telescopes revealed to be quite common in the night sky. Some astronomers thought that these nebulae were spiral galaxies like the Milky Way at such great distances from the earth that individual stars could not be distinguished. Others believed that they were clouds of gas within our own galaxy.

G  One astronomer who thought that spiral nebulae were within the Milky Way, Adriaan van Maanen of the Mount Wilson Observatory, sought to resolve the issue by comparing photographs of the nebulae taken several years apart. After making a series of painstaking measurements, van Maanen announced that he had found roughly consis-tent unwinding motions in the nebulae. The detection of such motions indicated that the spirals had to be within the Milky Way, since motions would be impossible to detect in distant objects.

H  Van Maanen's reputation caused many astronomers to accept a galactic location for the nebulae. A few years later, however, van Maanen's colleague Edwin Hubble, using the new 100-inch telescope at Mount Wilson, conclusively demonstrated that the nebulae were in fact distant galaxies; van Maanen's observations had to be wrong. Studies of van Maanen's procedures have not revealed any intentional misrepresentation or sources of systematic error. Rather, he was working at the limits of observational accuracy, and his expectations influenced his measurements.

I  Though van Maanen turned out to be wrong, he was not ethically

 at fault. He was using methods that were accepted by the astronomical community as the best available at the time, and his results were accepted by most astronomers. But in hindsight

 he relied on a technique so susceptible to

 observer effects that even a careful investigator could be misled.

J  The fallibility of methods is a valuable reminder of the importance of skepticism
 

[19]



 in science. Scientific knowledge and scientific methods, whether old or new, must be continually scrutinised

 for possible errors. Such skepticism can conflict with other important features of science, such as the need for creativity and for conviction in arguing a given position. But organised and searching skepticism as well as an openness to new ideas are essential to guard against the intrusion

 of dogma or collective bias into scientific results.


解题策略


标题匹配题考查的是考生掌握文章主旨大意的能力，因此应当使用略读（skimming）的方法，即快速浏览信息，掠过不重要的信息。考生不必读懂每个细节，而应迅速找到关键信息——主题或论点。

在这类题中总会出现一个范例，但并不一定是第一段，答题时要注意需要解答哪些段落，避免不必要的研读或是将答案写错地方。


具体步骤


1.  阅读指令、范例和标题。标题匹配题的指令中总会出现You may use any heading more than once.这句话，但实际上每段内容不同，标题自然不同，因而重复选用标题的情况不可能发生。将范例选用的标题从标题库中划去，在解题过程中不必考虑该选项。

2.  标出标题中的关键词，如果有意义接近的标题，应找出它们之间的区别。

3.   阅读每段的首句、第二句和末句，并迅速浏览其他内容寻找关键词。经常出现的情况是首、末句并非主题句，没有概括性的信息。这时需要阅读整段的内容，寻找关键词，从具体信息中概括出段落大意。

4.   回到标题库，找出与所阅读段落的大意相匹配的标题，确定答案。

5.   以同样的方法处理其他段落。


考点提示


A段：首句One goal of methods is to facilitate the independent verification of scientific observations.是本段的主题句，后面围绕如何使科学研究结果可证实来展开，因此答案应选vii。

B段：该段的首句仍然是主题句。冷聚变（cold fusion）的实验方法由于无法被验证或反驳而不被科学家接受是一个说明作者观点的实例，因此答案应选v。选项viii虽然提到了cold fusion，但是本段并没有介绍这一理论，实为干扰项，因此应当排除。

C段：本段的末句是主题句：In such an uncertain and fluid situation, picking out reliable data from a mass of confusing and sometimes contradictory observations can be extremely difficult.，因此答案为ii。

D段：全段围绕methods对验证实验结果的重要性展开。关键词和句子：...researchers have to be extremely clear...about the methods...Other scientists will be judging not only the validity of the data but also the validity and accuracy of the methods...，因此答案应为x。

E段：这段谈的也是methods，是关于methods的发展演化，应排除选项x，答案为i。

G段：关于Maanen有3个选项：iii，vi和ix。本段讲的是Maanen所进行的实验及其发现，所以答案为ix。

H段：本段提到了Maanen的声誉，但是没有信息说明他的研究结果使他的名誉受损，应排除干扰项iii。这一段讲的是Edwin Hubble如何推翻了Mannen的结论，因此答案是vi。

  I段：本段评论了导致Mannen出错的原因，指出是他的实验方法而不是职业道德方面的问题，因此答案为xii。

J段：本段的第一句是主题句。全段围绕着怀疑精神（skepticism）的重要性展开，因此答案为iv。

However, many people working in the area feel that the term road rage should be limited to criminal acts of assault. Such a definition was used in a study published in 1997 by the American Automobile Association Foundation for Traffic Safety, in which road rage was taken to be:

an incident in which an angry or impatient motorist or passenger injures or kills another motorist, passenger, or pedestrian, or attempts or threatens to injure or kill another motorist, passenger, or pedestrian.

 though the worst examples of road rage are, there remains a question mark over whether they are on the increase. In Australia, researchers at the University of Western Australia surveyed offence reports compiled by police for the years 1991 to 1995 for incidents of road rage, which the study defined as driving-related impulsive

 violence between strangers. Violence, in these cases, included actual physical assaults and plausible threats of violence. The researchers reported that 797 road rage incidents had occurred in Western Australia over the 5 years, and that there was a generally increasing trend (from 119 incidents in 1991 to 198 in 1995). This increase was not simply a function of increasing population or road use — the rate of road rage incidents per head of population increased over the 5 years from 7.3 incidents per 100,000 Western Australian residents in 1991 to 11.4 per 100,000 in 1995. Similarly, the number of road rage incidents per 100,000 registered vehicles rose from 11.2 in 1991 to 16.8 in 1995. However, the rate of road rage remained generally constant (at about 10 per cent) as a percentage of all street assaults by strangers during the period.


Section D






The road rage phenomenon has captured the public imagination, and there has been a dramatic increase in the reporting of road rage incidents in the media. Some people say that road rage is simply a manifestation of generally increasing levels of violence in society. But perceptions about the levels of violence can sometimes be misleading. According to a report published by the Australian Institute of Criminology in 1996, many forms of violence, including those occurring within the family, probably went unreported in earlier times. Since such violence is seen increasingly as a crime, it is possible that the frequency of reporting is increasing, creating the perception of an increasing level of violence.

Moreover, roads have certainly become safer in recent decades. According to the Australian Bureau of Transport Safety, the number of road fatalities

 has declined from a high of 30 per 100,000 people in 1970 to just less than 10 per 100,000 in 1997. The overall number of fatalities declined from 3,798 in 1970 to 1,764 in 1997, despite the rapid growth in the number of cars on the road.


Section E






Road rage probably has a negligible

 effect on road fatality statistics but, as the Western Australian study shows, it may constitute a significant proportion of violence between strangers and is therefore a phenomenon that should not be ignored. The authors of The Western Australian Study identified five triggers

 that may provoke a road rage incident:

● encounters with slow drivers;

● other drivers cutting in or overtaking;

● stereotyped sex roles (attributions of driving incompetence by males  about  females);

● accidents between vehicles; and

● competition for parking spaces.

Minor incidents can lead to violence partly, perhaps, because of the stress of driving. Road rage incidents tend to occur more commonly in heavily congested traffic and are often perpetrated

 by people spending long periods on the road. Moreover, being inside the car cocoon

How can road rage be prevented? Some psychologists recommend that people who tend to get angry on the road should undergo relaxation therapy

 , while driving manuals emphasise that drivers should use defensive driving techniques to help diminish the risk of provoking a road rage attack. For example, following at a safe distance and using your indicator lights before changing lanes are defensive driving strategies that could minimise confrontations

Some new technologies have also been developed in an attempt to diffuse potential road rage incidents. One of these, the Pod, was unveiled recently by Toyota and Sony. It replaces the traditional operating apparatus of a car — the steering wheel, gear stick and pedals — with a single joystick

 . By simplifying the driving task, it is hoped that fewer mistakes will be made on the road. Moreover, the Pod monitors the driver's stress levels and will play soothing music and blow cool air if they rise too high.

Researchers are developing traffic control systems that allow optimal traffic flows and therefore reduce road congestion. And the ability to flash messages such as sorry to other road users has also been proposed. In addition, further research into the phenomenon of road rage, including a 2-year study started in 2001 at the University of Western Australia, should increase understanding of the problem and give rise to

小  结



一个段落中可能包含多种信息，有主要论点、支持性论点、细节或例子。掌握段落大意要求读者使用略读（skimming）的方法，快速浏览信息，不求读懂每个细节，但要迅速抓住关键信息。很多考生习惯逐字逐词阅读，分析每个词和每句话的含义。他们如果遇到生词就会感到非常紧张，认为自己没有完全读懂文章。如此一来，必然严重影响阅读速度，无法完成任务。其实在学习和运用英语的过程中，应以解决问题为阅读目的，容忍意义上的模糊（ambiguity）和“不求甚解”是相当重要的。这种阅读习惯的养成需要考生平时进行大量的泛读练习，在训练中努力调整自己的阅读习惯。

第二节   概述总结题



对文章进行概述总结是一项重要的阅读能力，也是雅思阅读考试的一项测试重点。概述总结是对文章主要内容的概括，通过释义表达主要内容。测试的形式是完成一篇文章的概括总结，类似于完型填空题。概述总结题不仅考查考生对文章的综合理解能力，同时也考查考生的语法和词汇知识。

这类题目通常有两种形式：一种是提供词或词组供考生选择，完成概述；另一种要求考生从文章中选择适当的词或词组填空。这两种题目的解题策略稍有不同。

下面我们将通过例1先了解第一种题目形式的特点和解题策略。

Migration and Homing


The annals

 of natural history contain many astonishing examples of the ability of animals to find their way home after making distant journeys. Salmon, for example, are born in freshwater streams and soon afterward journey down to sea. Several years later, after they have attained maturity, they swim back upstream to spawn and, in many cases, to die. The particular stream that serves as the journey's end is almost invariably

 the same one in which they were born. It is chosen out of dozens or hundreds of equally suitable streams. The expression "almost invariably" is used advisedly

 in this case. In one investigation by Canadian biologists, 469,326 young sockeye salmon were marked in a tributary

What underwater guideposts can these fish possibly follow? It has been discovered by A. D.  sense of smell and are able to remember slight differences in the chemical composition of water. The most reasonable theory to explain salmon homing is that each individual remembers the distinctive "fragrance" of its native stream. As it moves upstream it makes the correct choice each time a new tributary is encountered, until finally it arrives home.

Long-distance migration is especially common in birds, because many species must make annual journeys between their nesting grounds and prime feeding areas far away. Each year over 100,000 sooty terns, an attractive tropical sea bird, travel from the waters off the west coast of Africa all the way across the Atlantic to Bush Key, a tiny island near the tip of Florida. Here they build their nests and breed. Once the young can fly, all journey back over the Atlantic. Why do the sooty terns migrate at all? Like many other sea birds, they find protection from cats, foxes, and other predators on isolated islands. It is evidently safer for them to make an entire transoceanic voyage to reach one such haven than it would be to try to nest on the nearby African shores. A somewhat different reason lies behind the north-south migration of birds in the temperate zones. Each spring a legion of

 migratory forms, from robins, thrushes, and warblers to geese and ducks, makes its way north into the greening countryside, where large quantities of food are becoming freshly available. Working rapidly, they are able to rear one or more broods of young. As winter approaches and the food supply declines, all head south again. Some species proceed all the way to Central and South America. The record annual journey in the Western Hemisphere is made by the golden plover, one group of which travels from northern Canada to southern South America. A second group of the same species migrates from Alaska to Hawaii and the Marquesas Islands. Human beings could never make such journeys unaided by maps and navigational instruments. How do the birds do it? A large part of the answer lies in their ability to use celestial

 clues. At migration time, caged starlings become unusually restless. If permitted to see the sun, they begin to fly toward the side of the cage that lies in the direction of their normal migration route. However, when the sky is overcast and the sun is obscured

 from view, their movements persist, but they are nondirectional. Other migratory birds fly at night and can evidently use the position of the stars to guide them. This surprising fact has been established by several biologist, including S. T. Emlen of Cornell University, who allowed a type of bird called indigo buntings to attempt flights under the artificial night sky of a planetarium

Even more impressive than the guidance of migratory movements by celestial clues is the phenomenon of homing. If you were blindfolded, taken to some completely unfamiliar place and handed a magnetic compass, you could head north, south, or in any direction you arbitrarily chose—but you could not head home. Simple compass reading is also the essential ability demonstrated by migrating birds. But it is not enough in itself to explain how homing pigeons are able to return to their own lofts from as far as 600 miles away in a single day. Nor is it enough to account for

第三节   判断题



准确理解文章中的事实、对文章中的观点进行判断和合理推测是一项重要的阅读技能，也是雅思阅读考试的测试重点。判断题是测试考生判断推理能力的题型。这种题型有3项判别类别：是/正（YES / TRUE）、否/误（NO / FALSE）和未给出（NOT GIVEN）。中国考生对于正误判断题比较熟悉，但是对于“未给出”这一类则比较陌生，容易将其与“否/误”相混淆。“未给出”即题目中的信息在原文中找不到，也就是原文中无相关信息。考生需要将这类题目与同原文信息冲突的题目区别开来。


解题步骤


1.浏览全文，即阅读文章的标题、副标题和黑体字。

2.阅读指令、范例和问题，并标出问题中的关键词。如果问题中出现always，all，never和only 这类词，答案往往为NO / FALSE；而如果问题中出现often，usually，rarely和sometimes等修饰词，则通常意味着答案为YES / TRUE。

3.用关键词或其同义词作为线索，通过寻读（scanning）的方法寻找答案。

下面我们将通过例1和例2具体了解判断题的特点和解题方法。

Those who had used a mobile for five years ran four times the risk. And people who lived in rural areas and used digital mobile phones were eight times more likely to contract malignant brain tumours.

Brain tumours are among the less common cancers. In Britain there are 4,300 cases reported each year, compared with 38,400 cases of lung cancer—and although mobile phone use has multiplied hugely in the last decade, the incidence of brain tumours has dropped very slightly.

The Swedish researchers warned their statistics were based on a very small set of results, and needed to be treated with caution. But cellphone base stations were likely to be further apart in rural areas, with a higher signal intensity to compensate. "Clearly our results support the notion that exposure

 may differ between geographical areas," the scientists said. "In future studies, place of residence should be considered in assessment of exposure to microwaves from cellular phones."

Ed Yong of Cancer Research UK said: "These results are interesting, but they should be interpreted with caution. Most scientific studies have shown that mobile phones do not increase the risk of brain cancer. But mobile phones are a recent invention so we cannot be completely sure about their long-term effects.

"The government and various health agencies have recommended a precautionary approach to mobile phone use. People, especially children, are advised to keep their calls short until definitive research is published," he said.

The review focused on the overall number of birds in and around wind farms, rather than just the number killed by collisions with turbines, and included all rigorous

 studies done worldwide, from Scandinavia to Wyoming. "Available evidence suggests that wind farms reduce the abundance of many bird species at the wind farm site," it concludes. Among the worst affected are waders and ducks around wind farms on estuaries

 and in shallow coastal waters.

"We are not saying we should stop building wind farms. Birds would suffer much more from climate change if we don't," says Andy Pullin of the Centre for Evidence-Based Conservation at the University of Birmingham in the UK, one of the authors of the review. "But the data shows we have to be much more careful about where we site them. Wind farms built in deeper water further from the shore might prove better for birds," he says.

The findings could be especially significant for the UK, which has the biggest offshore wind energy programme in the world. One of the most controversial projects would cover Shell Flat off Blackpool in north-west England with turbines, potentially threatening the wintering

 grounds for the common scoter (Melanitta nigra), a sea duck on the British "red list" of endangered species.

"Wind farms are low down the scale of threats. But if we put them in all the wrong places that picture would be different," warns the lead author, Gavin Stewart, also at the Centre for Evidence-Based Conservation.

The findings will be unwelcome news for the UK government, one of the sponsors of the review, which is heavily committed to wind power to meet the country's targets for cutting greenhouse gas emissions, and for the Royal Society for the Protection of Birds (RSPB), which supports wind power.

"Compared with past assaults, such as organochlorine pesticides, loss of hedgerows, illegal persecution

 and intensive agriculture, wind farms should be low down the scale of threats", says Mark Avery, director of conservation at the RSPB. "However, if we put them in all the wrong places then that picture would be very different." Yet when it comes to offshore wind farms, we do not even know what the wrong places are, Avery says, because so few impact studies have been done.

"If Britain builds as many wind farms as it is talking about, it could use up all the offshore habitats for ducks and waders". One worrying aspect of the review, says Stewart, is that abundance may continue to decline with time. "Most studies look at one year, but the few longer-term studies suggest that a wind farm will have a much bigger impact over its entire lifetime."

Another worry is that most of the studies so far have looked at small wind farms. The fear, unanswered in this study, is that a small number of bigger farms may have a greater impact on bird populations than a series of smaller ones.

Another question, say the researchers, is whether a few big turbines do less damage than a greater number of smaller ones. "Better understanding is needed of the cumulative

 impact of more and more wind farms," says Avery. "We will object to any wind farms that seriously threaten important populations of birds."

The researchers are scathing

 about the poor quality of research into the impact of wind farms around the world. The findings of many studies are kept secret for commercial reasons, while supposedly public information produced for planning applications comes without raw information or is of poor quality, Stewart complains. "It's difficult even to find out."

在普通培训类阅读考试中，YES / NO / NOT GIVEN这一题型的出现频率也较高，但是文章的题材（往往是事实性的短文）和长度（在第一部分和第二部分出现的文章通常在500词以下，第三部分的文章长度在800词左右）均不同于学术类考试中出现的文章类型。下面我们通过例3来了解普通培训类考试中这类题型的特点。

Financial Matters



Fees


Special fees are payable by overseas students. For the academic year 1999 / 2000, full-time fees are (per annum):

Laboratory subjects (including Computer Science and Psychology) —£8,925

Non-laboratory subjects (eg. Law, Maths, Politics) —£6,725

Fees for subsequent years will be at related levels. If your programme of study requires expensive materials, apparatus or services, you may also have to pay a bench fee. An up-to-date list of fees is available from the International Office.

Fees are payable at the time of registration. You should therefore start making the necessary financial arrangements as soon as possible. Sources of financial assistance such as scholarships and grants are very limited and competition is fierce so you should not rely upon such funding.


Living expenses


It is difficult to be precise about living costs as individual students differ considerably in their expectations and needs. As a guide, however, the University recommends that you allow about £7,000 if single and about £10,500 if married for each calendar year. Don't forget, too, that you may have extra expenses when you first arrive in the UK such as temporary hotel accommodation.


Council tax


All students in the UK are liable to pay a percentage of the Council Tax but the amount will vary according to where you are living. Full-time students (which applies to all overseas students) are eligible for up to 100% exemption if living in a university residence on campus or a private property where all the residents are students. In cases where some residents of a house are not students, you may have to pay a percentage of the Tax. You can clarify your particular position with the local Council Tax Office or the Students' Union's Information and Advice Centre.


Scholarships and grants


Sources of financial assistance for both undergraduate and postgraduate courses are very limited. In the first instance, you should apply to your own government or appropriate ministry for details on funding.

A limited number of postgraduate awards are made by the British Council, the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, and the Commonwealth Scholarship Agency.

The Association of Commonwealth Universities publishes two guides, one for undergraduates and one for postgraduates, on what scholarships and financial aid are available to members of the British Commonwealth.

Do mobile phones cause explosions at petrol stations? That question has just been exhaustively

The safety drive did not apply merely to offshore operations: employees at some British oil-company offices are now required to use handrails while walking up and down stairs, for example. So nobody questioned the precautionary ban on the use of mobile phones at petrol stations. The worry was that an electrical spark might ignite explosive fumes.

By the late 1990s, however, phonemakers—having conducted their own research—realised that there was no danger of phones causing explosions since they could not generate the required sparks. But it was too late. The myth had taken hold

One problem, says Dr Burgess, is that the number of petrol-station fires increased in the late 1990s, just as mobile phones were proliferating

 . Richard Coates, BP's fire-safety adviser, investigated many of the 243 such fires that occurred around the world between 1993 and 2004. He concluded that most were indeed caused by sparks igniting petrol vapour, but the sparks themselves were the result of static electricity

 , not electrical equipment. Most drivers will have experienced a mild electric shock when climbing out of their vehicles. It is caused by friction between driver and seat, with the result that both end up electrically charged. When the driver touches the metal frame of the vehicle, the result is sometimes a spark. This seems to have become more common as plastic car interiors, synthetic garments and rubber-soled shoes have proliferated.

A further complication was the rise of the Internet, where hoax memos, many claiming to originate from oil companies, warned of the danger of using mobile phones in petrol stations. One e-mail contained fictitious

Another, supposedly sent out by Shell, found its way on to an internal website at Exxon, says Dr Burgess, where it was treated as authoritative by employees. And, earlier this month, a member of Connecticut's senate proposed making the use of mobile phones in petrol stations in that state punishable by a $250 fine.

For Dr Burgess, such concerns are part of a broader pattern of unease about mobile phones. There is a curious discrepancy

The country that led the way in banning mobile phones at petrol stations is also the country that has taken the strongest line on the safety of mobile-phone use by children. 第四节   多项选择题



多项选择题既可以考查考生对细节的理解，也可以考查考生对文章大意的把握。

多项选择题在雅思考试中出现的频率不高，通常穿插于其他题型中。雅思考试中的多项选择题通常包括两种类型：一种为单选题，即我们所熟悉的正确答案为一的四选一题型。雅思考试中出现的另一种多项选择题是从多于四个的选项中选出多个正确项。这类选择题的指令部分通常会明确说明须选出几项。


四选一类选择题的解题策略


1.  浏览全文。通过阅读标题和黑体字了解文章的内容和结构。

2.   阅读指令、范例和问题，标出问题中的关键词。

3.  寻找答案。用寻读的方法在文中的相应部分寻找关键词或关键词的同义词，阅读它们所在的句子或段落，做出判断。


多选多类选择题的解题策略


1.  浏览全文。通过阅读标题和黑体字了解文章的内容和结构。

2.  仔细阅读各选项，标出其中的关键词。

3.  用寻读的方法寻找与选项意义相近的表达。

下面，我们通过例题来了解这两类多项选择题的特点与解题方法。

It isn't often that a food company tells its customers that it should eat less of its food. But that is what McDonald's appears to have done in France.

In an "advertorial" about obesity in children that appeared in the magazine Femme Actuelle in May, McDonald's France said the number of visits to its outlets

John Banzhaf, a professor of law at George Washington University who pioneered lawsuits against the tobacco industry and has now focused on the fast-food industry, said, "It is one thing for a health advocate like me to call for something like this, but when someone in industry calls for what we are saying, that makes it sound very reasonable."

McDonald's has had an uneasy relationship with the French recently because of mad cow disease and the efforts of one French citizen, Jose Bove, to protect French culture from foreign influences. Bove became a folk hero in 1999 when he led a group of French farmers to smash

 windows at McDonald's in the town of Millau. Bove was jailed for two months for the action.

Campaigners Dismiss "Safe GM" Report


Environmental organisations reacted angrily today to claims that a newly published study on genetically modified crops in Britain presented no evidence that they harm the environment.

One of the report's principal claims—that GM crops do not deplete the soil of weed seeds needed by many birds and other wildlife—was flawed

 by the compilers' own admission that their test's "severely reduced" sensitivity meant that some differences between GM and non-GM trails may have been missed, according to Friends of the Earth.

The Botanical and Rotational Implications of Genetically Modified Herbicide Tolerance (Bright) project was carried out by a group of research and industrial partners coordinated by Jeremy Sweet of the National Institute of Agricultural Botany. Over a four-year period, it grew sugar beet and oilseed rape genetically modified to be resistant to herbicides in rotation with cereal crops and compared the results with conventional sugar beet and oilseed rape grown in the same rotation.

Bright's aim was to mimic normal agricultural practice and measure how GM crops performed in a crop rotation.

"Our research indicates that there was no long-term difference in weed populations in field areas using these GM and non-GM crops. In addition, growing GM herbicide-tolerant

 crops could provide farmers with the flexibility to improve plant diversity by only controlling weeds when they are competing with the crop," said Dr Sweet.

Friends of the Earth's GM campaigner, Emily Diamand, said the results appeared to confirm fears that if released commercially GM crops would be difficult to control and would cross-pollinate with non-GM crops, which would pose a "real threat" of contamination for conventional varieties.

"Conventional oilseed rape would be threatened with GM contamination, and GM Ôsuperweeds' could add to problems for farmers. It is little wonder that GM food and crops are so unpopular," Ms Diamand said.

Greenpeace also criticised the findings of the Bright project, which was sponsored by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), the Scottish executive's environment and rural affairs department, Britain's national cereal growing association and five biotech companies.

"Much more extensive trials have shown these GM crops are bad for UK wildlife and no amount of small-scale tests are going to change the fact that, in the real world, GM crop contamination is inevitable," Doug Parr, the organisation's chief scientist, said.

"It's virtually impossible for farmers in Canada to grow organic oilseed rape because of contamination, while in the USA GM crops have seen farmers spraying more herbicides on GM herbicide-tolerant crops even though the first claims were that there would be less.

"Consumers don't want GM crops and the environment certainly doesn't need them. It's time this ailing

Friends of the Earth said the new research should offer little comfort to the biotech industry, adding that any suggestion it could be used to push the case for

The chairman of the Bright project management committee, Windsor Griffiths, said the report would benefit government policy makers not just in Britain but across Europe.

"This four-year research project has shown clearly the benefits and limitations of GM herbicide-tolerant crops when grown in rotation

 with non-GM crops. The knowledge we have accumulated will be very useful for providing guidance for growers of these crops, should they be commercialised," he said.

The report's findings were welcomed by a Defra spokesman who said the results would be "considered carefully".

"The report will be forwarded to the Advisory Committee on Releases to the Environment (Acre) for consideration and we expect Acre will publish its advice on the report next spring," he said.

"While this report is important and will be considered carefully, the earliest possible date for the cultivation of GM herbicide-tolerant crops in the UK is 2008," he added.

In September, a survey showed public attitudes to GM foods were hardening. Some 61% of people polled on behalf of the consumer magazine which said they were concerned about the use of GM material in food production—up from 56% in 2002.

第五节   补全信息题



补全信息题考查的是考生对具体的事实性信息的理解能力。寻找具体的事实性信息是一项基本的阅读能力，是雅思阅读考试中的一项重要测试点。

寻找事实性的信息与掌握主旨大意和判断作者观点相比要容易得多，在时间紧迫的情况下应当首先完成这类题目。通常这类题目的文字表述是对文章某处信息的释义，考生首先要判断答案是人物、时间、地点还是数字，对要寻找的答案心中有数，再根据问题中的关键词在文章中寻找意义上相关或相近的词或词组。

寻找事实性信息应使用寻读的方法。寻读是一种从大量的资料中迅速查找某一项具体事实或某一项特定信息，如人物、事件、时间、地点和数字等，而对其他无关部分略去不读的快速阅读法。运用这种方法，读者就能在最短的时间内掠过尽可能多的内容，找到所需信息。寻读带有明确的目的性，能有针对性地选择问题的答案。因此，考生应快速扫视文章内容，不必字字句句研读、分析，而一旦发现相关信息，就要迅速将其标出。


解题步骤


1.  仔细阅读指令和范例。

2.  阅读题目并标出可以作为线索的关键词。根据自己的背景知识判断答案是名称、地点还是数字，对答案进行预测。

3.  快速阅读文章，用寻读的方法根据题目中的线索寻找答案并做出标记。

  下面，让我们通过练习来熟悉这类题目的特点和答题方法。

 this. We feel that until the British parties decide what to do we have no choice but to suspend our flights," said a spokesman.

In February Prof Blakemore wrote to BA's chairman, Rod Eddington, asking whether BA would have a similar policy on the carriage of live animals for food. "If BA is prepared to do this, then I can see no argument for not carrying animals that might instead be used in research for the benefit of humankind. How could you explain your decision to members of your own staff who suffer, or have relatives who suffer, from diseases and disorders for which research on animals offers the only hope of a cure?"

Mr Eddington replied that BA's announcement merely reiterated

 the company's previous position. "Whilst our policy does narrow the opportunities for transportation by air, we believe there are a number of alternative options for the carriage of this cargo," he replied to Prof Blakemore.

According to BA, its policy on live transports dates back several years and mirrors that of other British airlines, such as Virgin and BMI. However, in December it discovered regulations were not being properly implemented and sought to correct procedures.

"This is a specialist cargo that is difficult to handle," said a BA spokeswoman. "It is well documented

 that we have been working hard to simplify our business. Carrying these animals is not part of our core business." The DTI said it did not comment on discussions with individual airlines. However, a spokesman acknowledged: "We are aware of the difficulties that have surrounded the transport of laboratory animals for many years."

Scientists and ministers are concerned that Britain's position as a centre of world medical research is being eroded

 as more companies pull out of dealing with animal research labs. Last year several pharmaceutical companies reassessed their position in Britain, threatening to take billions of pounds of research money with them if they leave. Britain is second only to

 the United States in medical research. In 2003 British scientists conducted nearly 3m experiments on animals, the majority of them mice and rats. Nearly 4,800 procedures were performed on primates.

Animal welfarists

 argue that the decisions by BA and other airlines not to carry lab animals may worsen conditions for macaques. "Researchers will become increasingly dependent on smaller carriers, with less choice and fewer direct routes," wrote Prof Blakemore in his letter to Mr Eddington.

A new advisory report, commissioned by the World Bank, argues that governments should focus the scant resources available on minimising over-fishing and other hindrances

Up to 20% of 174 sites now surveyed in Thailand were badly affected by the tsunami, with 13% being severely damaged, says marine biologist Alasdair Edwards, who chairs the World Bank's Coral Restoration and Remediation Working Group. Levels of destruction are likely to be similar in Sri Lanka, he says.

A separate study completed in March by the Coral Cay Conservation group found that just 8% of reef coverage in western Thailand's Surin Islands had been lost.


Localised destruction






In most cases, the damage was caused by debris carried onto the reefs by the backwash

 that occurred when the tsunami waves retreated. Sediment, trees, rubble, cars and other debris were dragged into the ocean, but the damage was often quite localised. For example, the north of Patong Bay in Phuket, Thailand, was almost untouched, says Edwards, while reefs in the south of the same bay were severely impacted

Despite the widespread damage, there is no evidence to suggest most reefs will not recover naturally, says Edwards, based at the University of Newcastle upon Tyne, UK. The report's authors point out that corals damaged by typhoons and cyclones in the past have recovered without human intervention.

But Edwards notes that a few "simple, low-cost interventions" could be useful, such as clearing reefs of man-made debris, and righting some of the massive, overturned corals.

The World Bank requested the advice following concern about engineering techniques being proposed to governments by commercial organisations in the region. Suggestions included the installation of artificial concrete and wire reefs and schemes to cement

Quick fixes






Similar recommendations were made by others at a meeting of the International Coral Reef Initiative in the Seychelles in April. ICRI is a global partnership of bodies, including governments, tasked

 with preserving coral reefs.

"The area of reefs damaged during these events is often vast," said a resolution put forward at the meeting. "Naturally governments and the private sector with economic interests in coral reefs will seek quick solutions based on engineering principles to repair the damage."

But Edwards told New Scientist that, while "quick fixes are being offered to governments, these restoration projects are totally unproven. Coral reefs have been subject to

 natural disasters for millions of years, and they have survived."

Craig Turner with the Coral Cay Conservation group in London, UK, agrees with the new report: "Governments should concentrate their scant resources on reducing the other threats to reefs", such as pollution and fishing with explosives. He says the CCC's March study revealed the beginnings of regeneration—just eight weeks after the disaster.

National Parks near Sydney


Australia, of course, is famous for the quality of its outdoor life. Sydney, for example, is fortunate to have a number of fine national parks relatively close to the city—in fact, the city of Sydney is built around the national park of Sydney Harbour.

Let us take three parks in New South Wales as examples of the diversity of landscape, flora, fauna and activities available to the people.

Barrington Tops, Kuring-gai Chase and the Royal National Park are all roughly the same size — 16,325 ha, 14,712 ha, and 14,969 ha respectively. But, whereas Barrington Tops is northern escarpment of the Hunter Valley and is set inland. The other two are the waterways of Broken Bay and the Hawkesbury River while the Royal consists mainly of a plateau south of Sydney and overlooking the Pacific Ocean.

One thing the three parks have in common is that they consist substantially of plateaux. Barrington Tops rises to a height of 1,550 metres and heavy rain and snowfalls are not uncommon. Kuring-gai consists partly of a scrubby plateau, but also includes thick forest further inland. The Royal also contains thick forest—including vestiges of rainforest—but consists mainly of a heath-covered plateau which ends in cliffs overlooking the Pacific Ocean.

All the parks are accessible by car. In the case of Barrington Tops access is only by car and, in some parts, only by four-wheel-drive vehicles. But Kuring-gai has bus services operating from Turramurra Station and the Royal has walking tracks from the railway stations and even a ferry service from Cronulla to Bundeena.

Another thing the parks have in common is the remarkable diversity of plant-life. This diversity is one of their features. The Royal is particularly well-known for its display of wild flowers from August to November. The scenery is also a major attraction. In the case of Barrington Tops it is rugged, semi-mountainous scenery, while with Kuring-gai it is spectacular water views. In the Royal the views of the ocean are also stunning.

A range of activities is possible in the parks. At Barrington Tops bushwalking, camping and bird-watching are popular. In Kuring-gai the extensive waterways make it ideal for boating and swimming as well as bushwalking. The Royal is popular for its range of bushwalks, too, and for the birdlife and fine ocean swimming. There are also a limited number of camping sites.

Clearing smog has led to "global brightening"


Smog-busting paint will be a breath of fresh air

The efforts of industrialised nations to cut smog pollution has had a bizarre

 side effect—accelerating global warming.

New data show that after years of getting smoggier, our skies have become clearer since about 1990. And one effect has been to allow more solar radiation to reach the surface of the Earth.

The phenomenon known as "global dimming" has gone into reverse

 , according to research by Martin Wild at the Institute for Atmospheric and Climate Science in Zurich, Switzerland, and been replaced by "global brightening" (Science. vol. 308, p 847). "There is no longer a dimming to counteract

 the greenhouse effect," he told New Scientist.

Climate scientists say there have been two critical influences on global air temperatures in the past half-century. First, rising atmospheric concentrations of heat-trapping gases like carbon dioxide have warmed the Earth, by preventing more of the heat that reaches the Earth's surface from escaping back into space.

But a parallel increase in smog particles has shaded the planet, partly offsetting

 the warming. Past studies have shown an increase in average aerosol

 particle levels in the atmosphere between 1960 and 1990 that were sufficient to reduce solar radiation reaching the Earth's surface by about 5%.

The net effect of these two conflicting influences has been a warming of almost 0.5¡C since 1960. But the rising levels of aerosols have led to concern that they might be masking greater underlying

 warming. And now the mask appears to be coming off.


Satellite corroboration


Wild's new data—assembled from measurements of surface radiation made round the globe—show a widespread reduction in aerosols in the atmosphere since around 1990. His findings are corroborated

 by satellite data reported by Rachel Pinker, a meteorologist at the University of Maryland at College Park, US, in the same issue of Science (vol. 308, p 850). The main cause of the global brightening, says Wild, is the clean-up of air pollution, especially in Europe and the former Soviet Union, where industrial decline has also played a role.

But the same trend emerges in data from North America, Australia, Japan and, most recently, in China, where smog has been reduced despite swift industrialisation. The exceptions, where dimming continues to worsen, are mainly in South Asia and Africa.

So should the world hurriedly reinstate

 smog to stop global warming from accelerating? Probably not, as Wild points out that carbon dioxide lasts in the atmosphere for a century or more, whereas aerosols typically hang around for only a few days. So as carbon dioxide accumulates in future decades, we would need ever-thicker smog to counteract it.

And another Science paper reports that current smog levels kill half a million people worldwide each year from heart and lung diseases.

They naively rely on company data to prove the safety of GMOs, despite numerous reports which have revealed the dubious

 credibility of company studies. The FSA has also focused mainly on the safety of inserted GM material, and neglected the inherent risks of the gene insertion process itself, such as the production of new toxins

This is a remarkable omission given that the GM process is so new. GM introduces genes from other species, even distant ones, which nature would never do. It also breaks up nature's all-important sequencing of the genes. Making a GM plant thus involves breaking and joining the DNA at random locations. This leads to substantial scrambling of both foreign and host DNA, which can produce abnormalities in animals and unexpected toxins and allergens in food crops.

The genetic material of any species can be recombined and transferred in the lab. Genes and new combinations can be introduced into our environment and food chain that have never previously existed. Indeed, GM DNA is often designed to cross species barriers. Its structural instability enhances horizontal gene transfer and recombination, the very process that creates new diseases and spreads antibiotic and drug resistance.

Against this background it is almost incredible, but true, that there have been no peer-reviewed

 clinical studies on the human health effects of GM foods. Instead, when the biotech companies manufacture a new GM product, they compare it with its non-GM counterpart in terms of nutrients, toxins and allergens, and if they allege it to be "substantially equivalent", they deem it to be safe. Such an assumption would never be allowed in the regulation of pesticides or drugs. It is simply a device to circumvent

 direct trials of the effects of GM foods on human health, and ensures that GM crops can be patented

In the tiny number of cases where tests have been carried out, the results have been worrying. A study in August 1998 by Dr Arpad Pusztai in Aberdeen found that young rats fed GM potatoes for just 10 days developed growth-like thickening of the stomach and intestinal lining. Could the overgrowth of the gut lining be a prelude

 to cancer? This was highly threatening to the biotech industry, but rather than pursue these questions, the research was closed down, and Pusztai was vilified

In a study at Newcastle University in 2002, volunteers were fed a single meal of GM soya. The GM DNA was found not to have been digested, as scientists had claimed it would be, but to have survived and transferred to the gut bacteria, which could compromise antibiotic resistance. In the US in 2000 many food products were accidentally contaminated with GM StarLink maize, and it caused allergic reactions in 50 Americans, some life-threatening. Recently in Germany 12 cows died after eating Syngenta's GM Bt 176 maize, and the company paid the farmer compensation.

None of these results, which were rubbished

 by the scientific establishment, have ever been followed up by further research. Where research has been done, the results are sometimes suppressed. A study of GM Chardon LL maize, fed to cows at Reading University two years ago, has never been published, probably because the results were so unpalatable

The last word should go to the doctors. The BMA says: "There has not yet been a robust and thorough search into the potentially harmful effects of GM foodstuffs on human health." The Medical Research Council believes more knowledge is needed of the effects of GM on metabolism, organ development, immune and endocrine systems, and gut flora.

Medical crops coming soon


         Human trials of GM drugs could be five years away

Human trials of vaccines produced by genetically modified plants could begin within five years, scientists claimed yesterday.

The researchers outlined proposals to grow fields of crops that have been genetically modified to produce vaccines and other pharmaceuticals to treat HIV, rabies, diabetes and TB.

They said field trials of medicine-producing crops were likely to begin in 2006, with safety trials in humans beginning three years later at St George's hospital in London.

Although the team will consider carrying out trials on plots of a hectare (2.5 acres) in Britain, the unfavourable climate and risk of sabotage

 mean that field studies, and ultimately full-scale growing of the plants, is most likely to happen in South Africa or southern Europe.

Scientists have long known that GM technology can be used to trick a plant's molecular machinery into making a range of medically useful compounds. Instead of using expensive pharmaceutical factories, advocates envisage

According to Julian Ma of St George's Hospital Medical School in London, the leader of the £8m project, the primary aim is to provide medicines for the developing world. "The major burden of disease is in the developing world, but these are the countries that do not have access to vaccines," Prof Ma said.

The number of people dying each year from the six major diseases for which vaccines exist is around 3.3 million.

The scientists have already identified genes that can be put into plants to make them produce antibodies or other compounds that can help treat rabies, TB and diabetes.

While no vaccine yet exists for HIV, genes that produce antibodies capable of destroying the virus have been discovered.

A cream containing the antibodies could help reduce the risk of HIV being transmitted during sexual intercourse, but the production technology cannot easily be scaled up

"Using traditional techniques, you just cannot produce enough," said Prof Ma.

Prof Ma believes GM plants—probably tobacco or maize—offer a cheap way to make vast quantities of vaccines and other drugs. "It looks like the cost of plant-derived products will be 10- to100-fold less than conventionally derived products," he said.

If the technique is proved, it may be adopted by developing countries, helping to break their reliance upon pharmaceutical multinationals.

"Growing and harvesting plants is low tech," Prof Ma said. "We see this as being transferred to countries where they can start up their own industry at a low start-up

 cost and produce the amounts they need."

Philip Dale, an expert in GM safety issues at the John Innes Centre in Norwich, is advising on possible risks of contamination, where genes from the GM plants get into others.

"The ability to be able to isolate these from other crops is a crucial factor," he said. "There's a possibility of mixing with other crops and that's the basic challenge we have to wrestle

Land used to grow the crops will need to be remote from other crops and dedicated

 machinery will be needed to process them, so that the medicine cannot enter the food chain.

Sue Mayer of the lobby group GeneWatch said the researchers should pledge to make their technology free to all, to prevent it being claimed by pharmaceutical companies.

Friends of the Earth's GM campaigner, Clare Oxborrow, said: "A clear set of criteria must be established to ensure that human health and the environment are protected. Any benefits must genuinely reach those that need them, rather than simply lining the pockets of the biotech and pharmaceutical industry."

第七节   分类匹配题



分类匹配题也是雅思考试中经常出现的一种题型，但是所占比重并不大。这种题目通常要求考生将文章中的不同信息分类匹配，例如匹配人物或机构名称与他们的观点、匹配年代与所发生的事件、匹配产品与其特点等等。

注意：分类匹配题不按答案在文章中出现的顺序排列，而是任意排列，所列出的观点是文中观点的释义。


解题策略


1.  迅速浏览题目和人名/机构名称，标出题目中的关键词。

2.  开始阅读文章，看到第一个人名或机构名称和观点时将其标出。阅读时要特别注意大写字母。

3.  回到问题部分，寻找与文中的观点相匹配的陈述，确定答案。

4.  继续阅读文章直至看到第二个人名或名称，重复以上方法。每题方法相同。

这类题型在考试中可能会以不同的形式出现，我们将通过4组例题分别了解不同形式以及学术类考试与普通培训类考试中这种题型的不同之处。

Environmentalists will be delighted that the government remains serious about wind energy, although the option of nuclear, which provides around 23 per cent of Britain's electricity, is being kept open as an energy that does not increase the threat of climate change.

It comes as the public inquiry into the controversial Whinash Wind farm in Cumbria is expected to hear evidence this week. One opponent, the broadcaster Melvyn Bragg, said "I predict that most of these wind farms will be taken down within 15 years after ruining the place. The freedom to roam around in an unspoilt landscape is vital for many (people)".

Geoffrey Sinclair of the No Whinash Wind farm pressure group said the government should outline precisely how much of future wind expansion should be sited on the mainland or off the coast.

Wicks will outline his support this Wednesday in Aberdeen, home of Scotland's oil industry. Other speakers include Lord Oxburgh, chairman of oil company Shell, who admits the threat of climate change has made him "very worried for the planet".

Sir David King, the government's chief scientist has said climate change has posed a bigger threat to the world than terrorism. "You can't slip a piece of paper between David King and me on this position," Lord Oxburgh, a respected geologist has said. Officials from the DTI added that Wicks would also speak of other renewable energy sources such as solar and wave power.

Last week's report by the Sustainable Development Commission was hailed by the industry as a breakthrough because it showed wind power was becoming price competitive

College Libraries Set Aside Books in a Digital Age


Students attending the University of Texas at Austin will find something missing from the undergraduate library this fall.

By mid-July, the university says, almost all of the library's 90,000 volumes will be dispersed to other university collections to clear space for a 24-hour electronic information commons, a fast-spreading phenomenon that is transforming research and study on campuses around the country.

"In this information-seeking America, I can't think of anyone who would elect

 to build a books-only library," said Fred Heath, vice provost

 of the University of Texas Libraries in Austin.

Their new version is to include "software suites"—modules with computers where students can work collaboratively at all hours—an expanded center for writing instruction, and a center for computer training, technical assistance and repair.

Such digital learning laboratories, staffed with Internet-expert librarians, teachers and technicians, have been advancing on traditional college libraries since appearing at the University of Southern California in 1994. As more texts become accessible online, libraries have been moving lesser-used materials to storage. But experts said it was symbolic for a top educational institution like Texas to empty a library of books.

The trend is being driven, academicians and librarians say, by the dwindling need for undergraduate libraries, many of which were built when leading research libraries were reserved for graduate students and faculty. But those distinctions have largely crumbled

 , with research libraries throwing open their stacks, leaving undergraduate libraries as increasingly puny

 adjuncts with duplicate collections and shelves of light reading.

Mr Heath said removal of the books had raised some eyebrows

 among the faculty and anxiety among the library staff. But he said the concerns were needless. "Books are the fundamental icon

So, Mr Heath said, speaking of the library, "If you move it, there's a pang

 , a sense of loss." He added that the books were merely being moved within the university's library system, one of the nation's largest, home to some 8 million volumes and growing by 100,000 a year. Basic reference books like dictionaries and encyclopedias will remain.

The move, Mr Heath said, would free about 6,000 square feet in the four-story Flawn Academic Center, which opened in 1963.

Students at Texas, interviewed as they studied or lounged at the library tables, said that they would welcome extra computer space and that they got most of their books anyway at the far larger Perry-Casta eda Library. But some said they liked the popular selection at the undergraduate library and feared the loss of a familiar and congenial space.

"Well, this is a library—it's supposed to have books in it," said Jessica Zaharias, a senior in business management. "You can't really replace books. There are plenty of libraries where they have study rooms. This is a nice place for students to come to. It's central in campus."

Library staff members said they were taken by surprise when told last month of the conversion, which is how the news first emerged. At a retreat just weeks earlier, they had brainstormed

 about ways to improve service and save money. They said they had been promised reassignment after the conversion and feared speaking out publicly at the risk of jeopardizing

Many specialists said Texas was going along with an accelerating trend.

"The library is not so much a space where books are held as where ideas are shared," said Geneva Henry, executive director of the digital library initiative at Rice University in Houston, where anyone can access and augment

 course materials in a program called Connexions. "It's having a conversation rather than homing in on

"We're teaching students how to do research," Ms Henry said. "Their first reaction is to Google. But they need to validate their information and dig deeper."

Carole Wedge, president of Shepley, Bulfinch, Richardson & Abbott, an architecture firm in Boston that has redesigned dozens of college libraries for the computer age, said most were built "as boxes to house print collections." The challenge, Ms Wedge said, is to adapt them to what she called "the Barnes & Noble culture, making reading and learning a blurred experience."

Rarely do today's students hunt for a book in the stacks, she said. Now they go online and may end up with a book, but also a DVD or other medium. But, she said, "It's unlikely there will be libraries without books for a long time."

Significantly, librarians are big supporters of the trend.

"There's a real transition going on," said Sarah Thomas, past president of the Association of Research Libraries and the librarian at the Cornell University Library in Ithaca, N.Y. "This is not to say you don't have paper or books. Of course, they're sacred. But more and more we're delivering material to the user as opposed to the user coming into the library to get it."

Southern California, which celebrated the 10th anniversary of its electronic center, called Gateway, last October, keeps about 80,000 books at Gateway, although millions more are available at the university's 15 other libraries, said Lynn O'Leary-Archer, director of the university libraries.

Similar digital library centers have been built at Emory University in Atlanta, the University of Georgia, the University of Arizona and the University of Michigan. The University of Houston, which is doubling its library space, specializes in the publishing of scholarly material online.

"This is a new generation, born with a chip," said Frances Maloy, president of the Association of College and Research Libraries and leader of access services at Emory. "A student sends an e-mail at 2 a.m. and wonders by 8 a.m. why the professor hasn't responded."

Ms Maloy praised the initiative at the University of Texas as signifying "that a great university with a fabulous library collection recognizes it's in the digital age."

In the near future people will live even longer, in better health, and unless the retirement concept changes will need to collect retirement benefits for periods averaging 20 to 40 years, perhaps even longer.

E  The second myth, that people over the age of 65 are not capable of meaningful work  also flies in the face of

 tomorrow's realities. When retirement began early this century the most common work was manual and depended heavily on strength. People over 65 were indeed old, more similar to the 75 or 80 year old of today. The primary work of tomorrow is knowledge work, requiring little or no manual strength. Research demonstrates quite clearly that maintaining mental activity can sustain a sharp mind far into old age, barring

New industries revolving around investing for retirement and the activities of retirement set out to convince people that retirement was natural, and a kind of new right of modern living. For a time it has seemed to work.

I  Now however, it seems likely that most 21st century elders will not retire. They will slow down, work less, work at new things, have some leisure, but continue to engage in useful, income producing work in a variety of arrangements and patterns, perhaps for all of their lives. The new flexibility


Twenty years ago, the public sector was at the forefront of the flexible working revolution, with local government in particular pioneering what were then radical initiatives such as flexitime and part-time working. Today, with new laws on flexible working due to come into effect in April 2003, public sector HR professionals are increasingly waking up to the fact that they can ill

According to David Benson, head of personnel at Shropshire County Council and chair of the Society of Chief Personnel Officers (Socpo) employee support group, flexible working arrangements that once seemed innovative now, compared with best practice in some parts of the private sector, often appear, well, inflexible.

"The world has moved on in many respects. We need to think more radically about employment contracts and about what employees want," he says.

An employee study carried out last summer by the council, for instance, found that flexitime, with its "core hours" stipulation

 of 2-4pm where employees have to be present was seen as inflexible because it prevented parents from doing the school run.

Similarly, employees wanted the possibility of homeworking

 to be looked at more closely, along with the idea of a compressed working week. There was also concern about long hours and a "meetings" culture.

"Does it really matter if someone slips out for 45 minutes or whatever, as long as they make up the time? We need to think more flexibly to help people help the business," Benson suggests.

Historically, flexible working within the public sector has tended to focus on job sharing and flexitime. Formal homeworking is still relatively uncommon — although councils such as Sefton Metropolitan Borough Council have been pioneering teleworking

 . However, informal working from home is growing in popularity as improvements in technology have made it more feasible.

Flexible working is also increasingly seen as a vital tool in the battle to recruit new staff and retain talented existing employees. The NHS, in particular, has made much of its flexible working practices in trying to tempt nurses back into the service. And long holidays — and term time working — are still a valuable perk

 for teachers and some support staff.

The problem has been that, too often within the public sector, flexible working arrangements have been implemented either in an over formal, one-size-fits-all

"A lot of people feel they can't ask for it because of the pressures they feel will put on other colleagues," she explains.

There is a tension, too, in the need to be providing flexible working patterns with the growing challenges of service delivery. The public wants access to services more quickly and more flexibly (for instance at weekends or 24-hours-a-day), while the Government's improvement and change agenda is also putting the sector under pressure.

Councils often face a "Catch-22"

 in that, in order to attract scarce staff, they need to highlight their flexible working policies, but staff shortages make it hard to be as flexible as they might like.

"The demands of the service sometimes do not allow them to introduce the extent of flexibility that they hope," concedes Rita Sammons, vice-president for employee relations at the Chartered Institute of Personnel and Development and HR director of Hampshire County Council.

Conversely

 , many private sector organisations, particularly in the retail and banking sectors, have picked up the flexible working baton with enthusiasm, suggests Paul Masterman, head of local government at TMP Worldwide.

While the public sector has generally been open to ideas such as secondments

 — in February 2003 Scotland Yard Commissioner Sir John Stevens called for cr ches to be introduced into police stations — secondments and job sabbaticals, the private sector has crept ahead in some areas. The private sector is good at things such as homeworking and dealing with talented younger people who maybe want to go off travelling or take a career break and then come back to an organisation.

"The public sector would have some cultural difficulties with that. A lot of managers would see that as a negative rather than a positive," Masterman argues.

Yet it is just such young people — who Masterman describes as "free agents of talent" — that the public sector needs to tempt from the private sector to drive forward its improvement agenda. "Recruitment and retention has crept up the league table in terms of being the number one issue in public sector HR and in particular in local government. They need to bring in a whole new range of people with different backgrounds and skills," he says.

So, what is the answer to improving flexible working arrangements within the public sector? First, it is worth stressing that it's not all bad news. Despite the charges against it, the public sector's track record

 well when compared to the private sector. "In general, the public sector has had more flexible and more leave policies for longer than any private sector companies," stresses the Judge Institute's Dex.

Public sector bodies are constantly striving to improve their workplace flexibility and there is a growing recognition that changes need to be made.

The clue lies in the grass, pummelled and then flattened by a force the area is famous for. Whinash is all about wind, and it is a resource which has put the Lakeland beauty spot at the heart of Britain's debate about the country's insatiable

The site — amid the classic Cumbrian vista of rolling fells criss — crossed with dry stone walls and the shuffling specks of sheep — is to be home to England's largest wind farm, if the plans ever get the go-ahead

There can be no place for 21st-century windmills in a wilderness largely unaltered for centuries, they will argue.

Almost 200 miles north in Aberdeen, Malcolm Wicks will mark his entrance as the new energy minister by stressing the crucial role of wind power in the crusade

 against climate change. Only weeks into his new brief, Wicks appreciates that wind farms are already eclipsing

Around one per cent of the UK's energy is currently provided by wind although the industry claims there are enough applications moving through the planning process to suggest seven per cent of the nation's electricity needs will be met by wind by 2010.

Next month the 300ft turbines at Cefn Croes, scene of the bitterest wrangle before Whinash, will start turning in mid-Wales. Yet pressure is mounting on the fledgling

 industry. If Britain's climate change targets are not met, experts warn that the generous subsidies which have helped establish wind farms could be withdrawn by an exasperated

 government.

Already a new era for nuclear power appears to be dawning and seems certain to feature prominently in the government's forthcoming energy review. Vastly more expensive than predicted and plagued by persistent safety concerns, nuclear's strength remains its proven reliability. Bragg is among the growing Lakeland fraternity who believes nuclear is the sole viable option for tackling climate change.

"We seem to be running away from the safest, most efficient industry. Nuclear energy seems to be the only sensible option and it is a safe option," said the presenter of The South Bank Show. It is a consensus corroborated by Lovelock, who in 1991 opened Britain's first wind farm at Delabole, Cornwall. Since then, Lovelock has reviewed his initial enthusiasm.

"To phase out

 nuclear energy just when we need it most to combat global warming is madness," he said. "The anti-nuclear agenda is pushed by groups such as Greenpeace and Friends of the Earth and by Green Party politicians. They are pursuing goals in which neither environmental good sense nor science play a part — strange way to defend the earth," he writes in Reader's Digest.

Even the spectre of Chernobyl is dismissed by Lovelock, who claims that the fallout

 from the radioactive cloud that swept over the Cumbrian peaks was really nothing. A few times higher than the natural background levels or at worst a couple of chest X-rays.

It is 13 years since the arrival of the anti-wind lobby surfaced with the Country Guardian, a group that vehemently denies links to the nuclear sector although its chairman, Sir Bernard Ingham, has been a paid lobbyist for British Nuclear Fuels. Since then, complaints advanced to discredit

 wind energy have multiplied: falling property prices, the whirring noise that makes people sick a mile away, horses that suddenly bolt and the grisly deaths of kites and golden eagles, even if their numbers are a fraction of those of birds that are killed on the roads.

The most persistent criticism, however, concerns the efficiency of wind power. Critics claim windmills would struggle to cope with the half-time power surge during yesterday's FA Cup final because they only generate electricity for a part of the time. Such issues would be irrelevant if electricity could be stored, but there is no battery for the national grid.

A recent study in Germany, which has the largest number of wind farms in the world, found the energy was an expensive and inefficient way of generating sustainable energy, costing up to 53 to avoid emitting a tonne of carbon dioxide. Professor David Bellamy, a vociferous wind farm critic seen recently at the Shap Wells Hotel, is among those worried whether wind could guarantee his half-time cuppa: "How are people going to be able to boil their kettles?"

Sir Martin Holdgate, a former chief scientist to the Department of Environment who has served on a number of government committees on renewable energy, was also present in the Garden Room last week. Holdgate, too, has run out of patience with wind farms in sensitive areas. "We shouldn't sacrifice our landscape on our crowded island. Wind doesn't make sense."

Others, the so-called "blade lovers", welcome them as an aesthetic asset, claiming that their beauty lies in the environmental message they communicate to a throwaway society. Designer Wayne Hemingway says, "I love them. They are a massive visual sign that we are doing something that is not damaging the Earth."

Wave, wind, sun and tide is a powerful mix



    Research at Oxford shows how renewables can plug Britain's energy gap, says  Oliver Tickell


A  For years, nuclear power has looked expensive, dangerous and dirty. That opinion may be about to change. Britain is facing a power gap of up to 2,000 megawatts (MW) of generating capacity —almost 40% of peak national demand—by 2020 as ageing, unreliable and inefficient nuclear and coal-fired power stations are shut. There is a growing consensus

B  Renewable electricity technologies that harness

 wind, wave, tide and sun are all very well, the thinking goes, but their output is too variable and unpredictable to provide more than a small part of our electricity needs. Meeting the government's target of 20% renewables by 2020 could mean getting as much as 15% from wind and other intermittent sources, with the balance coming from "firm"  renewables such as biomass and landfill gas. And that, say critics of renewables, is as much intermittency as the system can take. Any more and we will need huge reserves of expensive, polluting backup capacity, ready to cut in whenever the wind stops blowing.

C  Convinced? Think again. Research at Oxford University shows that intermittent renewables, combined with domestic combined heat and power (dCHP) could dependably provide the bulk of Britain's electricity. "By mixing between sites and mixing technologies, you can markedly reduce the variability of electricity supplied by renewables," says Graham Sinden, of Oxford's Environmental Change Institute. "And if you plan the right mix, renewable and intermittent technologies can even be made to match real-time electricity demand patterns. This reduces the need for backup, and makes renewables a serious alternative to conventional power resources. " In particular, it puts renewables ahead of nuclear power, which runs at the same rate all the time regardless of fluctuations in demand.

D  Sinden initially looked at just three generation technologies: wind, solar and dCHP — in effect, hi-tech domestic boilers, which produce electricity as they heat water. He ran computer models of power output based on weather records going back up to 35 years, and found that electricity production could be optimised by creating a mixture of 65% wind, 25% dCHP, and 10% solar cells. The high proportion of wind is because the wind blows hardest in the winter, and in the evening — when demand is highest. The dCHP also produces more at peak times, when demand for hot water and heating is also strongest. Solar makes a smaller contribution, and produces nothing at night. But it is still important to have it in the mix as it kicks in when wind and dCHP production is lowest.

E  It is also essential to disperse the generators, whether wind turbines or rooftop solar cells, as widely as possible. By increasing the separation between sites, you can be sure that power is always being generated somewhere and so smooth out

   the supply curve. This goes against current practice, which is to put wind turbines where the wind is strongest.

F  Sinden's approach is remarkably effective in reducing the need for standby capacity. If offshore wind power alone were to provide an average 3,500MW of electricity—10% of electricity demand in England and Wales — it would need to be backed up by an extra standby generating capacity of 3,135MW — 90% of average production. But using Sinden's proposed mix of technologies, only 400MW of new standby capacity would be needed — just 11%. 

G  In his latest work, commissioned by the Carbon Trust, Sinden has been researching the roles for wave and tidal power. Wave power output is concentrated into autumn and winter, when demand is greatest: 75% of wave power is produced between October and March. Tidal power output is predictable, but variable: at any site it drops to zero four times a day on the turn of the tide; and output is three or four times greater on the spring tide

 . "A marine-based renewable system works best when it includes both tide and wave," says Sinden. "The combination has lower variability, is better at meeting demand patterns, and makes better use of expensive transmission infrastructure."

H  Putting these figures together with estimates of Britain's available renewable resources, wind (onshore and offshore) could realistically provide some 35% of the UK's electricity, marine and dCHP each 10%-15%, and solar cells 5%-10%. In other words, more than half the UK's electricity could ultimately derive from intermittent renewables.

I  "In the next year or so, the UK is going to have to decide how to meet its electricity needs for the next half century," says Sinden. "It's an incredible opportunity for renewables but my fear is that it may be missed."

Turning filthy air into a highly tradable asset


The day is not far off when investors can trade in smog bonds or smog futures in addition to pork bellies as the notion gains ground
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 that financial markets have a positive role to play in reducing pollution. The Chicago Board of Trade is already working on plans to set up a market for sulphur dioxide, and the exchange is also interested in running a market in international carbon dioxide.

Pollution rights or emission rights, long advocated by economists, were endorsed in the 1990 Clean Air Act, which allowed polluters the right to meet government limits by buying and selling sulphur dioxide allowances or credits. Southern California last week became the first region to adopt this market approach on a large scale. The plan would set levels by which polluters would have to reduce their emissions each year, but would not tell them how to do it.

Businesses that developed techniques or technologies to reduce their emissions below the required levels would accumulate credits they could sell on the open market to other companies that were unable to meet the requirements or found it uneconomical to do so. Rather than being all stick, the approach dangles carrots as pollution control becomes a profit opportunity instead of simply a regulatory burden. A radical departure from the present regulatory methods, southern California's success or failure will have an important bearing on future anti-pollution efforts.

The market approach has even been adopted by the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) to combat global warming. Growing numbers of scientists believe that, within 50 years, the Earth's temperature will climb to dangerous levels, eventually leading to coastal flooding, severe storms and drought. Carbon dioxide pollution from factories, power generators and cars is the biggest single contributor to global warming.

UNCTAD's proposal would work like this: each polluting company is issued with a certain number of carbon dioxide credits a year. Each credit entitles a company to emit one tonne of carbon dioxide a year; and the credits are traded in bundles of 100. Companies would be able to buy additional credits as needed.

The number of credits would be tightly controlled by a global Environmental Protection Agency, and reduced over a number of years. Inefficient companies that release huge quantities of carbon dioxide would face increasingly steep payments for the credits they need, while cleaner companies could make a profit by selling their credits on the open market. The UN also recommends the creation of exchange-based and over-the-counter
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 futures and options markets in the pollution rights.

In the case of southern California, a green group, the Natural Resources Defence Council, generally in favour of market incentives such as a tax on carbon dioxide emissions, urges caution. Veronica Kun, a staff scientist with NRDC in Los Angeles, suggests that the southern California programme be limited at first to sources of nitrogen oxide, such as oil refineries and utilities, which have the advantage of being easier to monitor. Limiting pollution rights to less damaging gases would also avoid the danger of building up pollution "spots". At a location where a company is buying pollution rights, it is possible in the short term for air quality to worsen. The EPA would have to monitor trading to avoid concentrating too much pollution in one place.

Monitoring poses a complicated problem. The number of credits owners by a company depends on how much has reduced its emissions, which has to be certified by the EPA. In the 1970s, when the EPA first experimented with trading in emission rights, much cheating occurred, such as selling rights based on a plant that closed years ago. That could happen again as companies that shut down plants claim credits without actually improving the environment. Even after pollution credits are assigned and sold, the EPA must keep track of
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 emissions from both buyers and sellers, a task that could increase the EPA's annual budget of about $5 billion.

Other environmental groups, such as Environmental Action and Greenpeace, strongly oppose the notion of pollution as a property right or an asset rather than a social evil to be vanquished, and argue that the market-based approach becomes a way of legitimising pollution rather than restricting it. Environmental groups in developing countries are particularly suspicious of the UNCTAD plan. They assert that industrialised countries have a responsibility to reduce their own carbon dioxide emissions and that responsibility should not be transferred abroad.

By investing cheaply in industries in developing countries, a company from an industrialised country reduces pollution at home, gains credibility, but has found somewhere else to pollute. Developing countries could become international pollution "spots". This distributional problem comes on top of the organisational nightmare posed by trying to combine in a single system nations at a varying stages of economic development with vastly different environmental laws.

AIRBAGS ----- THEORY AND REALITY CLASH


Airbags have been a public health success, saving over 1,700 lives, and yet, airbags have brought about the death of 22 children and 43 adults.

In essence, safety and actuarial
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 experts participating on a panel at the spring meeting of the Casualty Actuarial Society, held in San Antonio, agreed that real world results of auto safety technology, may be very different from that preliminary studies seem to suggest.

Dr Adrian K. Lund, PhD, senior vice president for research of the Insurance Institute for Highway Safety (IIHS), pointing to the lives saved by airbags, admitted the gains, but said the technology is not without problems. He said those problems, mainly the death of children in airbag-equipped cars, have received considerable play in the press.

Because passenger airbags can pose a significant risk to children in the right front seat, Dr Lund said, the reality is that they should be belted in the back seat as a safety precaution. Of the 65 fatalities attributed to airbag deployment
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 , Dr Lund reported that many were at speeds less than 16 mph. He noted that 17 of the 22 children who died were unbelted and the balance were infants in rear-facing seats.

To overcome the technical difficulties, Dr Lund said that some regulators have floated
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 proposed rules to permit deactivation of passenger and / or airbags. But he said that automakers have a preference for an off / on switch.

Another approach is depowering airbags an average of 20 to 35 percent, Dr Lund said, as a means of reducing the high energy which causes injuries when unbelted people are out of position. In addition, he said, automakers can also raise the deployment threshold with depowered airbags. He added that because two thirds of the fatalities attributed to airbags occurred in deployment below 16 mph, raising the threshold will make airbags safer, particularly for children, short adults, people who sit close to the steering wheel and unbelted occupants.

Discussing a wholly different source of injury in vehicle accidents, Dr John Werner, assistant director of research, State Farm Mutual Automobile said that by looking at crash types, "we can help define what technology might drive improvements." For example, Dr Werner discussed the potential for savings which could be realised by mitigating
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 losses from whiplash-type injuries

 due to inadequate head restraint in rear-end collisions.

A major contributor to bodily injury cost, Dr Werner said, is neck strain / sprain

 , which is reported in 30 to 40 percent of auto insurance claims. The estimated cost to insurers for this condition, he said, is $10 billion annually.

Werner reported that IIHS conducted an examination of the head restraints on over 1,997 passenger vehicles and found that most head restraints cannot be positioned high enough and close enough to the backs of people's heads to provide protection in rear-end crashes
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 . Only five were found to have good head restraint geometry, 34 were acceptable, 41 marginal and 123 poor.

"Historically, vehicle safety has emphasised the average adult male," said Werner. "Looking ahead, there is great opportunity in savings potential to prevent child injuries."

Werner said State Farm and Children's Hospital of Philadelphia have formed a research team to conduct the first comprehensive investigation of how and why children are killed or injured in auto crashes. In-depth studies will be made of movement of children in the vehicle during impact correlated with the presence or absence, use or misuse of restraint systems.

Steven Lehmann, consulting actuary
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 with Miller, Rapp, Herbers & Terry, Inc., provided an actuarial perspective on auto safety features. He pointed to rear-mounted brake lights as a good example of the problems associated with translating research into actual dollars of savings.

"While initial studies estimated we could expect a 50 percent reduction in rear-end collisions," said Lehman, "follow-up IIHS studies of actual experience indicated only a 3 to 7 percent reduction." He said preliminary studies had been based upon fleets in urban areas, such as taxis, whose experience is not necessarily representative of the typical driver.

Lehmann said caution must be used in translating data from the lab into the insured population of the real world. Additionally, he said, the relative risk in a particular insurer's book of business may be higher or lower than the overall population.

Lehmann said the savings initially predicted for antilock brakes
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 have not panned out
 

[19]



 either, with IIHS reporting no significant reduction in frequency or severity of losses. "Manufacturers say that the public doesn't understand how to use them. There is probably a lot of truth to that," he said, "because we were always taught to pump the brakes." In contrast, the driver is supposed to apply firm, constant pressure to employ antilock brakes, he said. "Maybe we will see some savings with better education of consumers."

The airport has lost 3,000 parking slots as a result of new parking restrictions. Travelers are urged to take public transportation to the airport when possible. As with most U.S. airports, ATL is asking passengers not to bring wrapped gifts through security screening, as they have a high probability of being unwrapped and hand-inspected. Although airport lockers at ATL are closed, Wrap-A-Bag in the Main Terminal is providing some storage services.


D  Minneapolis--St. Paul International Airport






Five additional security checkpoints have been added in hopes of speeding travelers through to the gates. Short-term parking has now reopened, but valet parking is still unavailable. Tours have been discontinued.


E  New Orleans International






The airport has reopened parking, but only to passenger vehicles. Vans, trucks, and sport utility vehicles are prohibited. Shuttles carry passengers with larger vehicles between remote parking lots and the terminal. Valet parking is now open, and fees for this service have been reduced to $12 per day.

PRIVATE  ACCOMMODATION



Lodgings and bedsits






Many householders throughout Edinburgh let out rooms in their houses to students and the Accommodation Office keeps a register of those available. However, such accommodation is not under the direct control of the Institute and under these circumstances the University cannot accept liability
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 for ensuring that the accommodation conforms to fire or any other regulations. It is important to discuss terms of payment, notice to leave and rules before accepting the accommodation.


Types of lodgings






a)  Half board — Breakfast and Evening Meal. Householders provide a bedroom with study facilities and provide meals seven days a week.

b)  Self-catering—No meals are provided but facilities for cooking are provided in the bedroom, or shared with the owner and maybe others in the kitchen.

c)  Some householders prefer students to stay only five days each week, Monday to Friday.

This type of accommodation is suitable for those who live not too far from Edinburgh and want to go home at weekends.

In most bedsits the student shares bathroom and toilet facilities with the owner and sometimes with others, but in some cases these facilities are provided for the sole use of the student. Many householders ask students to commit themselves to stay for at least one term.


Rented flats






There is a scarcity of flats in Edinburgh, but if you can form a group of 2-6 persons the Accommodation Officer will give you details of flats available. It will be the responsibility of the students to ensure that the accommodation suits their needs and, any agreements will be between the owner and the student. It is therefore strongly recommended that the terms of the let are clearly understood at the outset.


Other source for flats






Look in the local paper for flats to let. Some students advertise for flats successfully and some Estate Agents have a letting department which can provide lists of flats.

The Accommodation Officer is available to give advice and assistance to students and to help resolve any difficulties which may arise between students and landlords.

Union of Students


A  The Union of Students enjoys a national reputation for providing some of the best services and activities available in any university. The Times Higher described it as a "shining example of a union which provides excellent commercial services while placing a premium on improving welfare provision". The Union also offers students a wide range of opportunities to develop new and existing interests.

B  Most students become involved in activities organised by the Union's societies and committees. Over 140 groups provide for academic, national, religious, political and other recreational interests. Every fortnight, for example, students produce Steel Press, which is one of the country's leading student newspapers, the Arts Council organises regular exhibitions in the Union's Gallery, and the The Theatre Company stages several productions each year in the Drama Studio, which is recognised as one of the best-equipped university theatres.

C  There are almost 60 Union sports clubs, providing a wide range of sporting opportunities. In addition to the traditional sports, there is a chance to take up activities such as hang-gliding, korfball or snowboarding. The clubs offer opportunities for competitive sport at the highest level, as well as participation for the fun of it.

D  The Union has established the Octagon Centre as a major venue on the national circuit for the very best in live music. A varied programme offers the latest bands, together with jazz, rock and comedy. A range of other venues includes "The Foundry", a popular nightclub, and rooms for private parties. The Union also has its own cinema, which screens four films each week.

E  The Union's services include a range of bars and food outlets, including a continental caf bar, as well as two local pubs. There is a shop, travel agency, printing service and laundrette. All these services offer good value and quality as well as generating funds to support other student activities. The Union Building also houses banks and other retail services, together with rooms to meet, study and relax.

F  Representatives appointed by the Union sit on most of the main University committees to put forward student views. There are also hundreds of students elected to serve on departmental and faculty committees, who receive support and training from the Union. Student views are also represented to local organisations, and nationally through the National Union of Students.

G  A team of experienced staff in the Union's Student Advice Centre handles more than 20,000 enquiries each year on grants, housing and other welfare matters. Specialist advisers deal with the problems of international, postgraduates and mature students. Information is published on a wide range of issues, and a student-run information and listening service is provided throughout the night.

H  Although all the facilities are open to all students, the Union recognises the particular needs of some groups. These include committees of mature and international students, and ones dealing with issues of gender and sexual orientation. Special facilities include a prayer room for Islamic students. Women students are provided with an evening minibus service from the  central campus to their homes, as well as subsidised personal alarms and self-defence training.

I  The Union encourages students to play a full part in the life of the city. Many are involved in Student Community Action, which organises projects with children, people with disabilities, the elderly, the homeless and other groups. The Conversation Volunteers organise a range of activities in the city and the Peak District, and the Charities Appeal raises money for local and national charities through a variety of events.

This is no science-fiction scenario: it's the prediction of experts monitoring climate change.

B  Global warming has direct consequences for human health. We have already had intimations

C  But strangely, the net impact of year-round warmer weather may not be disastrous. More lives may be saved in the winter in Britain than are lost in the summer. An expert group set up by the Department of Health in 1999 produced a report in 2002 on the likely impact of climate change on health up to the 2080s.

D  The UK has the highest death rate in winter in Europe, they said, with about 60,000 to 80,000 cold-related deaths. By 2050 —assuming the UK enjoys increasingly warmer, if wetter, winters—they estimate that excess cold weather deaths will have dropped by as much as 20,000 a year, if nothing else changes. The increase in deaths related to the heat will be much less, between 800 and 2,800 a year. Most of those who die in heat waves are those with health problems, the very old and the very young. According to the Hadley Centre, a part of the Met Office that models climate change, we cope fairly well with hot days, as long as the temperature drops before bedtime.

E  "There is trouble if it does not cool down at night," said Richard Betts, who leads the research group. "The key temperature is 18. If it doesn't drop below, that starts to have a distressing

 effect on the body." Since 2003, the Met Office has advised the NHS on likely hot spells so it can prepare for increased hospital admissions and primary care trusts can warn the vulnerable.

F  But climate change will bring other problems, such as more cases of food poisoning, says the expert committee. They predict 10,000 more cases a year by 2050. Hot weather helps bacteria to breed, so care over food storage, preparation and hygiene will become increasingly important.

G  Malaria will come back to Britain by 2050, they predict, but not the most dangerous kind. Malaria was a leading cause of death in the salt marsh communities between the 16th and 19th centuries. Vivax malaria — not the most lethal falciparum variety of much hotter places — was found in the Fens, the Thames estuary, south-east Kent, the Somerset Levels, the Holderness of Yorkshire and the coastal districts of the Firth of  Forth.

H  Drainage schemes in areas where mosquitoes bred, better housing conditions and improvements in medical treatment put an end to malaria in the UK. After people stopped becoming ill with malaria, the mosquitoes, which transmit infection, became harmless — but five species capable of transmitting vivax malaria remain in Britain.

I  At the moment, it is only warm enough for transmission during a few months in the south of England. Hotter summers would extend that window of opportunity and people who spent more time out of doors in the evening or left their windows open at night would be at greater risk of getting bitten. If malaria is reintroduced from abroad, an epidemic is possible.

J  Public health officials are also monitoring for West Nile fever, which is transmitted by mosquitoes. Tick-borne diseases are also climate-sensitive and could increase, as could Lyme disease.

一、雅思阅读考试Q&A



关于如何提高雅思阅读技能和如何准备雅思考试，考生可能会有许多问题。下面是笔者在教学过程中经常回答的问题和自己的一些体会，希望能对众多考生有所帮助。


1. 要准备多长时间才能通过雅思考试？


首先，要清楚“通过”雅思考试的含义。不同的国家、专业和学校对考生的雅思成绩有不同的要求，考生要清楚自己所申请的学校或前往的国家对雅思成绩的要求，其次要对自己目前的英语水平有客观清醒的认识，最好用雅思考试衡量一下。根据英国使馆文化教育处提供的信息，每经过100小时的全面的英语学习，考生的雅思成绩能提高0.5分。考生应当针对自己的现有水平和预定目标，制定一个可行的备考计划，对自己的雅思考试成绩有一个较为合理的预期。


2. 如何处理文章中的生词？


应当从两个方面看待生词。一方面，词汇当然是阅读的基础，雅思阅读考试对考生的词汇量有相当高的要求，没有一定的英语基础很难读懂文章，更不要说取得理想的成绩。另一方面，雅思阅读考试涉及的专业领域非常广泛，部分阅读文章具有一定的专业性，其中会出现相关专业的专业词汇。但是，雅思阅读考试并非要考查考生对某一领域的专业知识，而是考查考生运用语言知识获取有用信息和解决问题的能力。因此，即使出现相当多的专业词汇也并不妨碍考生寻找问题的答案。如果遇到专业性词汇，不妨把它们看作符号，只要读懂文章中所涉及的概念或信息之间的关系即可。如果遇到的生词是句子或段落中的关键词，可以通过以下方式确定它的含义：

（1）先查看文章后面的词汇表中是否有该词的注释。

（2）根据上下文对词义进行猜测。1）根据语法知识先判断词性；2）看上下文中有无该词的定义，注意or，means，refers to，in other words等词、词组或同位语的使用；3）注意句子之间的连接词，如however，but，therefore，for example，so that和finally等。这些连词或表示转折，或表示结果，总之都表示一定的意义；4）运用词缀和词根的常识，对词义进行猜测和判断；5)  很多情况下没有必要弄清生词的准确定义，甚至判断出是褒义还是贬义即可。


3． 如何提高阅读速度和水平？


阅读水平和速度的提高靠平时的积累，绝非一朝一夕之功。平时应广泛阅读各种类型和体裁的文章，养成遇到生词根据上下文猜测，而不是马上停下来查字典的习惯。通过阅读过程中词汇的重复出现而不是背诵词汇表积累词汇，用这种方式积累的词汇更容易成为主动词汇。


4． 考试中应当按什么顺序答题？


一般情况下，雅思阅读考试的三个部分难度递增，应当按顺序做题。但是雅思阅读考试选材广泛，三部分中可能有你所熟悉的内容，也可能有你感到特别陌生的内容，在这种情况下没有必要一定按顺序做题，可以先做熟悉的部分，陌生的内容放到最后处理。考试中经常出现大众普遍熟悉的话题，文章难度不大但是问题的难度较大，而专业性强的文章的问题难度反而不大的情况。无论按什么顺序答题，都要合理分配时间，不要在某一部分或难题上花过多的时间，以保证答题的数量和质量。

雅思考试每篇文章的试题一般按自然顺序排列（分类匹配题除外），可以以自然顺序阅读并寻找答案。但是每完成一组题目后，需要从头阅读完成另一组题目。


5． 参加雅思阅读考试有哪些注意事项？


（1）考试时必须使用铅笔，不能使用钢笔和涂改液。在阅读过程中可以在试题本上作标记，一定要标出关键信息。

（2）考试时一定要将答案直接随题写在答题卡上，因为阅读考试没有专门的誊写时间。

（3）由于雅思考试答错题不倒扣分数，因此在无法确定答案或考试马上结束时，可以猜测答案，不要在答题卡上留下空白。

（4）考试期间考官不回答考生的任何问题。

（5）考试中间考官可能只报一次时间，考生应自己掌握好答题时间。

（6）概述总结和补全信息等题型对语法有严格要求，而简答题和表格填空题等题型则不对语法作严格要求。
