第一节 走近雅思写作









雅思写作概述








近年来，雅思考试越来越热，许多考生都想取得8分以上的高分。然而，对于中国学生来说，雅思写作是最头疼的事情。因为，我们在拿到一道题目的时候，不知该如何下手，更不知该怎样才能得到高分。更有甚者，在平时的练习中，很少自己动手 写作，以致在考场上手忙脚乱。本书将带领我们走近雅思写作，走向雅思写作的高分技巧，帮助大家一步一步地打造出属于自己的雅思高分作文。





在正式学习写作技巧前，我们需要准备一些写作素材，提前了解雅思写作。首先，我们一起来了解一下雅思写作的考试模式。





雅思写作考试分为学术类A类）和普通培训类G类）两大类，具体信息如下：
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其次，我们要对雅思考试的评分系统有所了解。雅思考试实行9分制，具体描述如下：

那么，究竟什么样的文章才是好文章呢？这个问题一直困扰着很多考生，加之市面上多如牛毛的写作类书籍多有误导之处，更使考生不知所措。那么一篇好文章应该具备什么特点呢？






观点鲜明，论据充分且相关。
 对所要讨论的话题有明确的观点，充足的论据并且有良好的手段将论据一一铺陈。文章应该有一条无形的直线贯穿始终，任何偏离文章总观点和段落主题句的内容都应给予摈弃或改写，哪怕那些句子堪称经典。






视角独特，卓尔不群。
 高分作文的切入点应该是独特的、与众不同的，人云亦云的文章很难得到考官的垂青。






符合英语表达习惯。
 高分作文的篇章结构应该符合英语习惯：开头应具备哪几个要素；段与段之间承接是否流畅，承接句是否漂亮；结尾段如何做到发人深省等。






语言恰当。
 最后，高分作文的语言应该是清晰、恰当、具体的，语法错误必 须尽可能少，尤其是低级语法错误断然不能出现。一定的复杂句型是必需的。但切记，尽管复杂句子可以起到锦上添花的作用，但仅有复杂句型而没有明晰、富有逻 辑性的思路，就好像一个全身名牌服装却满嘴低俗语言的人一样没有实质，照样拿不到高分。





除此之外，考生对雅思写作的认识往往存在一些误区。要想获得雅思写作高分，就有必要认清这些误区，并予以纠正。






雅思作文认识误区主要有以下几处：








高分作文应写300字以上？有的考生认为一篇高分文章字数应在300词左右。实际上，除了不少于250词的要求之外，字数方面并没有硬性规定或“潜规则”。剑桥 真题系列考官的范文在字数方面就很灵活。所以，将观点表达清楚，让考官能读懂 就达到目的了。有一点要提醒各位考生，文章不要写得太长，因为考试时间有限，完不成写作任务损失就大了。此外，文章太长也会有松散的风险。





高分作文应写五段？有的考生认为，一篇高分文章应以五段为佳。其实这种观点有失偏颇。五段论的确有其优势，但若仅奉此篇幅为圭臬，难免有“一叶障目” 或“作茧自缚”之弊。换言之，要根据文章需要，决定篇幅长短，从四段到六段均无不可。





长句、难句成就高分作文？有些考生迷信所谓长句、难句，认为只要熟练运用这些句子就能跃入“高分俱乐部”，这种想法颇为幼稚。首先，对长句、难句的掌 握有一定的难度，若熟练程度欠火候，出现语法错误就得不偿失了。毕竟，简单要比出错好。其次，长句、难句用多了，可能会使文章晦涩难懂。这就从根本上违背了写文章的目的。写文章是为了交流，而不是考验读者的智商和耐心。所以，高分文章应是含有一定复杂句型的长短句组合。长句能承载更多的信息并能展示出扎实的英语功底；短句孔武有力，能给人留下深刻的印象，颇能收意外之效。





介绍了雅思写作的整体情况后，笔者会在本章的下一节介绍雅思大作文的题目类型、话题分类等内容，读者可在正式学习大作文写作技巧之前，了解一下大作文的整体情况。






第二节 雅思大作文全接触








一、雅思大作文题目类型









雅思大作文可大致分为两大类：

● Report类，又称列举类。

● Argumentation类，又称论证类。
















一） Report 类








eport类又可称为列举类，常常会在题目中引出一个社会问题或社会现象，要求考生分析其原因，提出解决方法或阐述其影响。常见形式如下：





. It is generally believed that ... What are the reasons and what can be done to reverse this trend?





. There are more and more young people ... What are the reasons and what measures should be taken to address this problem?





. Nowadays, many countries are faced with ... What are the reasons and what measures should the government take to deal with this problem?





. Nowadays, people feel great pressure from ... What measures can employers as well as employees take to reduce their work-related stress?





. Many people believe that ... Discuss the causes of this problem and offer some possible solutions to it.






二） Argumentation 类








此大类又可细分为三小类：





● 利弊类(advantages and disadvantages)





● 讨论双边类(discuss both these views and give your opinion)





● 同意与否类(agree or disagree)





这一大类文体中，考生应重点关注“利弊类”，因为从本质上说，其他两类都是利弊类的变体。“讨论双边类”在分述两种观点时实际上是对这两种观点的优点 或好处加以说明。“同意与否类”更是如此：赞成一个观点时，我们要说其好处；反对一个观点时，当然要说其坏处。






利弊类








出题形式：题目中描述一种社会现象，要求阐述其利弊或描述两种现象，要求分述各自的利弊。常见形式如下：





. ... To what extend do you think the disadvantages outweigh the advantages?





. ... Do advantages of this development outweigh the disadvantages?





. ... Explain the reasons for this trend. What are the advantages and disadvantages of this trend？





. ...Discuss/Compare the advantages and disadvantages of ...






讨论双边类








如前所述，讨论双边类写作题目是利弊类写作题目的变体，其常见的出题形式如下：





. Some people think that ...; while others think ... Discuss both and give your opinion.





. Some people prefer ...; while others think ... are better.Discuss both these views and give your opinion.





. Some people think ...; others believe that ... Discuss both views and give your opinion.






同意与否类








此类题目常见出题形式如下：





. ... Do you agree or disagree?





. ... To what extent do you agree or disagree?





. ... What is your opinion?





. ... Is it a positive or negative development?






二、雅思大作文题目特点分析








我们在准备写作时，不仅要了解题目的类型，还要对雅思作文题目的特点有所认识。雅思写作题目有其鲜明的特点，并具有一定的逻辑性。其特点主要有两个： 一是具有因果关系的题目，另一个是具有措施类特点的题目。本书会结合例子来详细论述其题目特点。






因果关系类









这类作文题目一般由三部分构成：

第一部分：描述某种社会现象或问题

第二部分：该现象或问题引发的争议或观点

第三部分：对考生的要求







第一部分描述的现象或问题往往是第二部分中问题或争议的缘由，也就是说这两部分之间存在着因果关系。不管赞成或是反对题目中的观点都必须从第一部分着 手，这样才能做到紧扣题目，不至于写得松散垮塌。记住：250词的文章无法对一个话题作深入和全面的阐述。下面我们一起看几个例子：








1、 At present, it is difficult for college graduates to find jobs. Many people claim that college teachers should put the top priority on practical courses like Computer Science and Business over such traditional ones like History and Geography. Do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 就该题而言，背景是大学毕业生找工作难第一部分），因而有人提 出要更加重视实用类学科，理由是学习这类学科会让毕业生在找工 作时有优势第二部分），因此是否同意这个观点都应围绕就业问题 展开第三部分）。此外该观点还隐含着这样一个信息：大学生就业 难应归咎于学科设置的不科学。如此稍加思索，下笔时就不会言之无 物、无的放矢了。






2、 Some people believe that air travel should be restricted because it causes serious pollution and uses up the world’s resources. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 这道题更具典型意义。题目中但凡有因果关系，无论有无because都最 好以反对的角度切入话题，这样较易操作，因为这类题目中的因果关 系只是部分成立。换句话说，题目中的原因只是部分导因，还有其他 的原因导致题目中的结果。






3、 Modern buildings have changed the appearance of cities and towns. Some people argue that we should build all buildings in traditional styles to protect the cultural identity. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 该题目有几个关键信息：modern buildings, traditional styles, cultural identity，文章中有必要全部涉及，否则就会被扣分。to后面的信息要 特别关注，因为它是支持以传统方式建房的理由。无论支持或反对这 个观点都应从这个理由下手。






措施类








措施类题目在雅思作文中占据重要的位置，这类题目往往是首句提出存在的问 题，或以其他形式引出一个社会普遍关注的问题，然后询问你的看法和意见。






1、 Money for postgraduate research is limited. Therefore some people think financial support from governments should be only provided for scientific research rather than research for less useful subjects. Do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 题目的首句提出问题：研究经费短缺。继而提出了一个建议性的解决 措施，询问考生的意见。注意解决措施的措辞be only provided for，这 种说法未免太过绝对，建议考生给出更合理的解决方案，不要一味地 赞同题目观点。






2、 Youth crimes have been on the rise in many countries. Some people think young criminals should be put in jail. Do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 题目的首句提出问题Youth crimes have been on the rise ...，并在第二 句提出一个备选解决方案，然后询问考生的看法。针对此种类型的问 题，考生如果赞成该解决方案，要陈述理由；如果反对，除陈述理由 外，还应提出另外一个解决方案并给出论据支持。一般而言，我们倾 向于让考生采用反对写法，即从反对入手。






三、雅思大作文常考主题








雅思写作的主题包罗万象，囊括了生活中多个方面，大致可以概括为以下几个方面：
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下文就将对各个方面做一个讲解。






教育类








教育类话题在雅思大作文题目中占据很大的比例，所以考生应该给以极大的关注。这类话题涉及范围非常广泛，考生宜广泛阅读，多储备观点。





教育类的题目可从经济发展、公民素质提高、就业前景等角度出题。如：






In countries where there is high unemployment most pupils should be offered only primary education; there is no point in offering secondary education to those who will have no hope of finding jobs. What is your opinion?








【分析】
 这道题目隐含着一种因果关系：因为高失业率，所以绝大部分学生只 需接受初等教育第一部分）。因此，就有人主张没必要为那些将来 没希望找到工作的人提供继续教育第二部分），并询问考生的观点第三部分）。这篇文章应从教育和就业的关系着手。






老年类








老年人的话题属于雅思题目的一部分，这类题目难就难在如何合理地表述观 点。比如，针对“老年人口的增加有何好处？”的这个问题，有的考生的回答是：“可以帮助年轻父母照顾小孩。”这种观点就有点naive，考生要尽量做到雅思作文 中所呈现的观点与国际接轨。要想做到这一点，不外乎扩大阅读面，积累更多的观点。





老年人的话题可以从以下几个方面找寻观点：代沟(generation gap)、教育、文化 传统、就业、经济发展等。






Companies should encourage old employees (55 years old) to retire in order to give opportunities to the young generation. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 这个题目极具分析意义。首先题目中如果出现to或in order to这样的字眼，其后的信息应重点关注，因为它往往是前面观点的理由或根据，赞成或反对观点都应从此下手。其次，题目中的观点隐含着这样的因果关系：因为老员工不退休，所以年轻人没有机会。仔细审视会发 现，这种因果关系很难成立。






动物类








动物类题目在雅思作文题目中占有一席之地。写这类文章应考虑到西方人对待动物的态度，不能率性为之，以免触动考官的神经，给自己带来麻烦。






There are so little action to prevent the animals and plants from dying out. People today have known about this problem, but the action is still too little. Why do you think people take little action about it and what will you suggest people do?








【分析】
 首先，题目中的一个关键词是action，说明人们虽然在思想上已经意 识到要保护动植物免遭灭绝这个问题，但却欠缺行动。其次，注意题目中提出的是两个问题，即没有采取行动保护动植物的原因和你针对此问题所提出的建议，切不可误漏其中的任何一个。






就业类








就业类题目在雅思写作中也经常涉及，因为近几年来，就业问题比较严重，而且对就业压力、就业环境和就业方向的争议比较多。考题往往会让考生对此问题发 表自己的意见。






Some people think that a high salary is the most important feature of a job. Others believe that things such as training, job satisfaction, working hours, and the opportunity to travel are more important. Discuss both and give your opinion.








【分析】
 题目直接给出关于一个问题的两种不同观点：有人认为高收入是一份工作最重要的部分，而有人却认为培训、工作时间和工作满意度等才是要考虑的主要问题。也就是说，有人认为钱最重要，而有人则认为 钱不是最重要的。对这两种观点正确理解之后，要明确写作内容：对这两种观点都进行讨论并给出自己的意见，文章一定要明确表达自己 的意见。






国际类








此类题目包括多元文化类）可以从经济发展、世界文化多样性、科技发展、 减少冲突等方面寻找观点。






In recent decades, there have been an increasing number of interracial marriages around the world. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages of marrying people from other countries.








【分析】
 这个题目是关于跨种族婚姻的话题，题目要求对其优缺点进行讨论。 首先，我们可以在第一段描述跨种族婚姻现象，指出这种现象越来越普遍。其次，可以就其优点方面阐述几点原因，紧接着可以在下一段中对其缺点作出陈述。文章的结尾段可以总括自己的总体思想并做展 望式结尾。






环境类








环境类的写作题目一般是从某一环境话题入手，要求考生分析成因，或是提出 解决方案，抑或二者兼而有之。






Many people are living in a “throw-away” society where they tend to throw away things they have only used for a short time. What do you think are the causes and what problems it may cause?








【分析】
 这个题目很好理解，因为话题很常见：随意丢弃东西、不爱护环境。 注意题目中的causes和what ... cause这两个关键点，其实命题人在这里 暗含了一个因果关系，想让考生说出许多人随意丢弃东西的原因，以及这样做的后果。考生可以从这两个关键点入手，表述自己的想法。






犯罪类








犯罪一直是社会普遍关注的问题，犯罪的起因无外乎贫困、社会关爱不够和缺乏教育。针对犯罪问题，较令人纠结的解决方案是社区劳动、入狱以及重刑；较人性的解决办法则是加强教育和提高社会关注度等。






The government should control the amount of violence in films and on television in order to decrease the level of violent crimes in society. Do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 这个题目中的因果关系就是，电视、电影中的暴力镜头是造成暴力犯 罪增长的因素，因此政府控制暴力镜头就可以减少暴力犯罪的发生。 很明显，这样的因果关系不是很强。只能说，电视、电影中的暴力镜 头可能是犯罪发生的诱因，但并不是犯罪发生的主要原因。考生要明白这一点，写文章时把握好正确的思路。






媒体与广告类








此类话题一直是众说纷纭，考生在完成这类题目时也最好从正反两方面入手， 最后得出“凡事要适可而止，允许存在，但要加强调控”的结论。






Nowadays, a large amount of advertising is aimed at children. Some people think it has lots of negative effects on children and should be banned. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








【分析】
 这个题目属于广告类的题目，提出有人认为广告会给孩子造成负面影 响。写这样的文章时，就可以从正反两面写，指出虽然存在问题，但也有积极的方面，并不需要完全禁止。这样，文章就可以顺利完成了。





除此之外，艺术、人文语言类、社会与生活类和综合类考题也频频出现在近年的考试题目中，考生在备考时也应多加练习。






四、十大常考主题词汇及短语








词汇和短语是写作的基本单位，不管什么样的题目，都需要有准确到位的词汇做基础。因此，对词汇的掌握不容忽略。

Tobacco is one of the most widely-used recreational drugs in the world, mainly in the form of cigarettes, but also in cigars and pipes. Although most countries put many restrictions on its use, over a billion adults smoke tobacco legally every day. As well as having serious health consequences for smokers themselves, the pollution of other people’s atmospheres with cigarette smoke also makes this an environmental issue. Recent research even shows that it is especially harmful to the children living in the households of smokers. Besides, a ban on smoking might just lead to people deciding to turn on to the black market for tobacco, not solving the problem of smoking per se. Also, it is true that smoke-filled environment can be unpleasant for non-smokers, but there are reasonable and responsible ways around this - smoking rooms in offices and airports are an excellent example. Nowadays, an increasing number of youngsters are suffering from heavy pressure, either from their studies or from their lives, which, sadly enough, results in the emergence of the phenomenon that many young people have been riddled with a variety of physical and psychological problems. Going shopping, however, provides them with an opportunity to get relaxed, a luxury many of them value highly but find difficult to obtain.（高分理由：主体部分第二段的第一句Reaching the abovementioned conclusion,however ... 引出第二种观点。这个句型可以看作是万能句式，在写作中可以灵活使用。）








Besides, shopping is beneficial as far as the economy is concerned, because the more people purchase, the higher the consumption will occur. In conclusion, beneficial as skills and knowledge are, shopping makes greater sense in terms of youngsters psychological well-being and the development of a nation’s economy. Putting a high price on mastering useful skills and knowledge, youngsters should enjoy their life by shopping.（高分理由：结尾段总结两方面的观点，并且指出自己赞同的一方。）

By evaluating and criticising their teachers,（by短语的使用使得承接自然流畅） students can be instilled in the sense of critical and independent thinking,（次主题句，说 明这种做法带来的好处。critical and independent属于同义词并列，这是一种修辞手段，值得尝试）which is especially priceless and precious in today’s world.（此部分为次 主题句的拓展，对好处作进一步的解释。仅有次主题句而无拓展是作文得分低的原 因之一。注意priceless and precious，在修辞学中名为“押头韵”，单词首字母相同， 不难操作）In retrospect, those who were successful are generally those who did not follow suit.（此句运用举例作进一步的拓展。也就是说，要想解释次主题句，应用两个论据才充分，同时也能解决“字荒”的困扰）





当然，我们还能想出这种做法所带来的其他好处。比如，能使老师意识到自己的不足，进而提高教学质量。此为次主题句，如何拓展，各位不妨一试。（提示： 拓展可以采取对比、举例、调查数据、研究结果、引用名言、反证和定义法等，关 于论证方法我们会在下一节进行简要说明和介绍）

第一步 好好说和怎么说







除了观点时常枯竭以外，很多考生面临的另外一个棘手的问题是尽管有观点， 但无法将观点具体地、有条理地、有逻辑地说清楚。写出来的文章要么过于笼统， 要么就是简单地罗列原因，而没有进行深入的解释和说明。要想解决这个问题，有必要首先分析一下中国考生的思维特点。





很多考生在试图解释某个观点时，首先在脑中形成的是具体的例子，而例子 总是在一定的背景之下才能存在。比如有一道考题是这样提问的：人们普遍认为家庭成员关系不如以前那么密切，试述原因并给出建议。不少考生会毫不犹豫地说： “由于孩子早早离家外出学习或工作。”但他们忽略了一点，孩子外出工作学习只是一种具体的表象，是对某种大背景的说明和解释。就这个例子而言，所谓大背景就是“社会发生了深刻而重大的变化”。因而这条原因的完整阐述应是：
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Great changes have taken place in family life along with the development of society. One of them is that the once extended family tends to become smaller and smaller. Many children have to leave their parents at an early age to study or work away from home. As time passes, they become emotionally estranged from (从情感上与……疏远) their parents.





有的考生可能会提出这样的原因：由于工作繁忙或生活疲劳，没有精力和家庭 成员交流，而这个原因的背景应该是“竞争激烈”，所以：
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Compared with the past, social competition is becoming increasingly fierce. People are urged to concentrate their efforts upon work, so that they can achieve success, or at least a good standard of living. As a result, they can not afford to spend their leisure hours with their families. The importance of bonds of kinship is gradually fading from their minds.





从这个例子我们可以看出，写作时一定要做到“左顾右盼”，才能做到不仅有话可说，而且言之有理。 再看一例：





有人认为监狱主要是为了惩罚犯人，而有的人认为监狱应起到教育和其他的作用。讨论双方观点并提出自己的观点。





这道题不少考生都能说出一些内容，但要说得透彻却也并非易事。那么我们应该怎样写这篇文章呢？
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就这题而言，第一方观点是“惩罚”，那么我们就要解释“如何惩罚”。比如：犯人一旦入狱，他们的自由就被剥夺了。接着对“失去自由”作具体的描述：无法与家人相聚，与世隔绝等。最后我们要说明“惩罚”的必要性和合理性--失去自由是人生中最痛苦的事，因此牢狱生活会使他们认识到他们要付出的巨大代价，从而避免出狱后再犯罪。
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另一方的观点是“教育”，那么我们就要解释为什么要教育--因为绝大多数犯罪分子或者缺乏正规教育，或者缺少法律知识，因此减少犯罪的有效方法之一就 是教育。为了进一步支持自己的观点，可以通过举例论证。比如，中国的监狱非常注重教育，因而犯人出狱后的再犯罪率很低。





另外，监狱还有其他作用。比如，震慑潜在的犯罪分子。为了说明其震慑作用，我们可以采用回顾历史的方法（记住：用历史说当今是一种非常有效和容易操 作的方法）--监狱的出现对抑制犯罪起到了极其重要的作用。





这样一来，我们就将文章中所需表达的要点解释清楚了。






再看一例：








“是老师的教学方法重要还是学生的学习态度重要？”碰到这样的题目，绝大 多数考生都会采取两边的写法，即老师的方法很重要，学生的态度同样重要。这样 写是完全可以的。但问题是，主体段的主题句“毫无疑问老师的教学方法在教学中 起着重要的作用”写完后，如何继续却成了一件使人挠头的事。别着急，有办法。





我们首先处理第一个观点：老师的方法很重要。在拓展这个观点时我们要解 释两个方面。一、什么方法叫好方法？比如：好老师应该具备启发性、互动性等。 二、这些方法的重要性体现在哪些方面？而做到这一点，我们有很多方法。比如： 科学研究（心理学研究表明，拥有这些方法的老师，其教学效果非常显著）、对比 （和不善于运用这些方法的老师对比）、举例（可举自己的例子），等等。
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拓展观点的另一种方法是：如果观点中有名词或其复数，应解释 what。







对待另一方观点“学生的学习态度同样重要”亦可如法炮制。





到此，我们“雅思写作高分三步曲”中第一步的介绍完毕了。通过学习这一步，我希望大家能够了解，在考场上看到大作文的题目时，应该如何下手--先定 题目类型，然后定好框架，即Essay Map。大家要紧跟题目要求，走好第一步，好的开始是成功的一半。





有了写作框架，我们接下来该做细节装饰的工作了。“雅思写作高分三步曲” 剩下两步是针对细节而言--论证和炼句。之所以从这两点出发，一方面是由于雅 思大作文以议论文居多，即使是Report型，也肯定需要运用一些论证手段，故选择这一块重点讲解。炼句就不言而喻了，句子是文章的零件，零件过硬，文章才会所向 披靡。我们先看“雅思写作高分三步曲”的第二步--有理有据巧论证。






第二步 有理有据巧论证







雅思作文得分的高低固然和英语语言水平的优劣有着密不可分的关系，因为它毕竟是一种语言考试。中国考生分数偏低是由多种因素造成的，比如英语教学方法 的呆板和落后，忽视基本功的训练等。但是，根据笔者多年雅思写作教学经验，中国考生失分的最大原因是文章缺乏条理，逻辑混乱，论据不充分或不贴切。这和中国教育的大环境分不开--试想想，从小学到大学，我们接受过多少有关逻辑思维 和说理论证方面的训练？即使是大学中文系或英文系的学生，又有多少议论文写作方面的经验和认知呢？习惯写“隐形的翅膀”或“遥望星空”的人怎么能指望他写出高质量的议论文呢？不幸的是，雅思考试中议论文占据着很大的分量，因而，考分低也在情理之中。





要扭转这种状况实非易事，但也并非是不可能完成的任务，最重要也是最有效的出发点是了解英语议论文段落的构成及论证方法。写好了段落基本上就写好了文章。对语言基础较好的考生，这是通向高分的必经之路；对基础较差或很差的考生尤其重要。因为要想在短期内将英语水平提高到相当的水平是不现实的，而在文章的条理性及论证的合理性方面多加锤炼有所提高还是可行的，同时也是弥补语言弱势比较有效的手段。






英语段落的基本内容及构成：








a. Tell your readers what you are going to tell them. (主题句)





b. Tell it to them. (具体论证)





c. Tell them what you just told them. (结论)





试读以下段落：






There is no doubt that computers do facilitate our life in many aspects. (Topic sentence) Indeed, our life is becoming more entertaining and colorful than ever before. (Specific support 2) Most importantly, computers play a vital role in many industries, such as manufacturing and mining, freeing people from much hard and hazardous work. (Specific support 3) It is, therefore, reasonable to say that computers have brought a great deal of convenience to our life. (Rewording the topic sentence)







该段落的第一句为主题句，然后作者从三个方面加以论证，论据贴切且与主题 相关。最后一句重述主题句（可以不写）。条理清楚，说服力强，虽然语言朴实， 仍不失为高分之作。下面我们介绍论证方法和论证时需要注意的问题。






一、英语议论文常用论证方法








有理有据是议论文的生命线。我们平时在和别人争论某个话题时常常会引用诸 如报道、例子、科学研究结果等增强自己语言的分量，努力说服别人，这是力求做 到有理有据的表现。我想很多考生都有这样的困惑：当口语考官提出一个问题让你 回答时，第一句往往脱口而出，但接下来就不知道说什么，这正是由于不知道如何 找证据及找什么样的证据所导致的。这种弱点在写作中就尤为明显，要么是论据与 观点无关，要么根本想不出任何论据。这是雅思作文分数偏低的主要原因之一。那 么，英语议论文究竟有哪些有效的论证办法呢？






举例法








举例法是议论文写作中最常用和最有效的方法之一。记住：写好文章的真正秘 诀在于使用例子。请见以下例子：






1. In the first place, as science and technology develop rapidly, work today is more demanding than it used to be. For example, college graduates nowadays have to master English, computer science and driving skills before they can find decent jobs.







此句中的例子具体地解释了第一句中的 ... work today is more demanding ... 如果没有这个例子，读者就会产生困惑，而考官就会扣分。再看以下两例：






2. A great number of geniuses who contributed greatly to the development of science and technology did not have rosy academic records. Einstein, a giant in science, was viewed a retarded student at his schooling age. Who would say Bill Gates is nobody even though he did not graduate from Harvard University?








3. As a consequence, it is not rare to read the reports that an increasing number of students have been riddled with a series of the so-called anti-social behaviors ranging from unwilling to interact with others to even committing suicide. (举例还可以用 ranging from ... to ... )







这里还需要大家注意一下，举例一定要具体，试比较以下几句：





a. She changes her mind a lot.





b. She changed her major frequently in college.





c. She changed her major from philosophy to computer science to politics.





综合比较之后，c句的表述最好，因为最具体，最直观。






数据法








统计数据是另一种非常有效的论证办法。数字总是能给我们一种权威感和信任 感，因而更具有说服力。比如，你想说明拳击是一种危险的运动，除了可以用举例 法来论证以外（比如以拳王阿里为例），也完全可以用统计数据说明。比如，根据调查表明，有X百分比的拳击选手脑部都有不同程度的创伤。此外，考生也可以采用 下面的论证方法：有X百分比的拳击选手得了帕金森综合症，生活不能自理。第二种引用数据的方法更加具体。在写作中，引用科学准确的数据胜过一百句空洞的论证。请看下例：






Recent statistics show convincingly that jogging is saving the lives of many Americans. Of the 12.5 million who jog at least ten miles per week, 78 percent have a pulse rate and blood pressure lower than non-joggers of the same age.







注意：运用统计数据论证时，一定要合理，否则后果很严重。曾经有一位考生，为了说明警察带枪巡逻的必要性，列出这样的数据：据一项调查表明，每年死 于歹徒枪口下的警察人数占全体警察人数的百分之二十。这种数据不仅会立刻使考 官产生“You are making up.”的判断，同时会使他或她对自己的人身安全顿生忧虑。 分数如何，不需要多高的智商也能猜得出。






比较法








此类论证方法非常易于操作，然而却常常被很多人忽视。具体讲，在雅思写作 中，我们常常运用两种比较方法：纵比和横比。所谓纵比，就是和过去比；横比， 就是和同类比。下面我们通过几个例子熟悉并掌握这种论证方法。





我们回头再分析一下“数据法”中的例句。除了数据证明，我们也可以综合利 用比较法进一步完善自己的论证。试看：






Recent statistics show convincingly that jogging is saving the lives of many Americans. Of the 12.5 million who jog at least ten miles per week, 78 percent have a pulse rate and blood pressure lower than non-joggers of the same age. Estimates indicate that these joggers can expect to live an average of 77 - more than three years longer than the average age of their contemporaries.







这一段中我们分别用了引用数据和进行对比（横比）的方法来支持我们的观 点，使得文中的论证有理有据，使读者信服。






再看一例：









There is little doubt that the plane is one of the greatest inventions in the history of human beings. Indeed, people had to travel for about one month from Nanjing to Beijing before the arrival of the plane. However, it takes people only about two hours to cover the same distance by air, which our ancestors could have never imagined.（纵比）Besides, the plane has been considered to be the safest means of transport. Statistics have shown that the number of air crashes is only one hundredth of that of train accidents.（横比）







这一段中分别运用了纵比及横比的方法，这样主题句中的观点就能站得住脚了。






科学研究结果








从理论上讲，科学研究结果是无法驳倒的证据，因此，运用这种论证方法是非 常有力的，并且也不难操作。假设我们要论证这个观点“抽烟应该被禁止”，我们 可以使用哪些论证方法呢？稍作回顾，我们可以采用很多手段--举例（列举深受 香烟危害的历史名人），数据法（抽烟者的高死亡率），对比法（抽烟者和不抽烟者 在寿命长短方面的对比），我们当然也可以使用科学研究支持我们的观点，请看下面的例子：






Undoubtedly, smoking should be banned. Indeed, numerous medical researches have convincingly proven that smoking may cause a variety of diseases, such as lung cancer, which considerably shortens smokers’ life span. The results indicate that those who smoke two packs of cigarettes a day live about ten years shorter than those who never smoke.







在写作中我们还可以采用其他的论证手法，例如，因果法、解释法、反证法， 定义法以及引言法等。一篇文章中可交替运用不同的论证方法，力求多样化。






二、论证的两大基本原则









Unity 一致性






一致性在英语写作中体现得比较明显，也是和中文写作最大的差别之一。简单地说，英语段落中只涉及一个中心话题，段中所有的内容都必须围绕着中心话题展开，否则就是偏题。请细读以下两段。






1. Exercise classes can be frustrating. First, you have got ready for the class by changing into exercise clothes. Then, you have to drive to the class and hunt for a parking place. It can be fun meeting friends there, though. And I really like the feeling of having accomplished something when the class is over. But then the next day I have to wake up and do the same thing all over again! That is why exercise is frustrating.







该段文章从语言的角度来看还算不错，但第四句与主题句无关，实属多余，去 掉之后，整段焕然一新。






2. Walt Disney was a creative genius. He created the first animated film with talking characters, the first colour animated film, and the first full-length animated film. Surprisingly, he was not much of a cartoonist himself. Disney also created the idea of theme park - including Disneyland and Disney World. He earned a lot of money from his ideas. He really was a very creative person.

Coherence 连贯性






很多考生失分的主要原因是因为无法有条理、有逻辑地将一个观点展开。 所以，要想提高作文分数，必须先学会如何“说话”。而一个会“说话”的人一定是一个逻辑性很强的人，语无伦次害人更误己。






加强写作连贯性有两种基本方法：

● 重复主题句中的关键信息

● 连接词












1.重复主题句中的关键信息。试比较以下两段：

修改前的段落只是简单地罗列句子，读者读后既无印象也觉枯燥，似乎在听幼儿学语，改过后的段落通过合适的连接词串联（比如：举例、递进、举例等）使意 思明了，层次分明。






2.关于连接词似乎毋庸多说，但有一点诸位考生需多加注意：议论文的流畅、 清晰、逻辑分明更多地体现在对句子关系的处理上，具体来说，句子之间有四大关系：从属（原因，结果，让步等）；并列（and, or, not only ... but also等并列连 词）；转折（however, nevertheless, yet等）；解释（for example, in other words 等），所以，各位考生在练习作文时一定要瞻前顾后。

第三步 句子练达即文章







如前所言，句子是文章的细胞，其质量直接影响文章的好坏，所以我们打造雅 思高分作文第三步就锁定“句子”。






一、写作句子常见误区








英语写作中有个公认的KISS法则，即Keep It Simple and Short。好的句子应该是 简洁的，准确的和具体的。遗憾的是，由于诸多原因，中国考生写出的句子大多很 具“中国特色”。有的考生盲目追求所谓的“复杂短语或句型”，忽略了文章的最基本的功能--传达信息。





那么，我们在写句子时有哪些误区，什么样的句子才能有效地表达作者的意思？说白了，什么样的句子才能提高作文分数？





试看下面两句，孰好孰坏？






a. Because of the fact that his surfboard business failed after only one month, my brother decided to leave Shanghai.

毫无疑问b句更好，因为用because代替because of the fact that这种啰嗦的短语，显得更加简洁。

Exams have existed in many countries for centuries, and there has been no shortage of people debating the role they play. I think along with its undoubted popularity and importance in reality come more potential drawbacks.








Many people might hold the view that exams, as they have been, are a good tool to evaluate students’ academic performance. Because scientific knowledge becomes increasingly important in our technological world and in the practical world of career, schools should devote sufficient time to teaching mathematics and science. This is not to say, however, that schools should devote less time to the arts and humanities. To the contrary, in a technological age the study of arts and humanities is probably more important than ever - for three reasons.








First of all, studying the arts and humanities can help students become better mathematicians and scientists. For example, recent studies of cognitive development show that studying music at an early age can strengthen a child’s grasp of mathematics later. And understanding philosophical concepts has helped students recognise presuppositions and frame their central questions more accurately.








Secondly, studying the creative and intellectual achievement of others helps inspire our own creativity and intellectual questioning. This is particularly important in an era dominated by technology, where we run a risk of becoming automatons who only fit into the efficient functioning of some system.








Finally, technology is valuable as an effective means to our important goals. But neither technology, nor the science on which it is founded, decides which goals are the best, or judges the moral value of the means we choose for their attainment. We need the liberal arts to help us select worthwhile ends and ethical means.








In conclusion, schools should not devote less time to the arts and humanities. The studies in these areas enhance the learning in mathematics and science, as well as helping to preserve the richness of our entire human legacy while inspiring us to further it. They may also be frowned upon by employers because no company would recruit those who turn a blind eye to the rules, which virtually exist in all companies. 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Should the government enforce a mandatory retirement age?








Mandatory retirement, just like many hotly-debated issues triggered by the ever changing society, has been prioritised on many governments’ agenda. Another solid reason for lending support to the required retirement is that this practice is in line with the interests of both younger generations and professions. On one hand, by freeing up more places in many professions, young people are presented with opportunities to begin a career, to become established in a company, or to even progress along the career ladder, which is highly valued by those who are at the age of supporting themselves, setting up a home and hoping to reach the heights of their professional life. On the other hand, the caveat to this argument is that mandatory retirement age will allow the exposure of youthful talent with new modern ideas to infiltrate the professions, a key that makes them avoid being outcompeted in such a highly competitive society.








Some people might oppose mandatory retirement age on the grounds that this practice can be considered as a punishment or a reprimand of the elderly. This notion, however, should be subject to modification. Indeed, the fixed retirement should be viewed as a well-earned rest and a reward for 40 - 45 years of work. From the perspective of health, it is far better to retire around the age of around 60 because the professionals at this level are often the particular people at the risk of suffering from stress-related illness, such as hypertension and heart diseases. Furthermore, retirement should not be seen as an end to meaningful. 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Should old people live in the nursing houses or at their children’s home?








Traditionally, the responsibility to care for an elderly parent or family member falls on their children or grandchildren or basically the whole family. In today’s world, people don’t live as close to their parents and have created lives of their own, which inhibits them from being able to attend to their elderly family members. 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Some people think it is acceptable to use animals in any way for the benefits of human beings, while others think it is not justifiable. Discuss both views and give your opinion.








Should animals be tested for the interests of humans? Views vary over the past several decades.








Those who endorse animal testing base their arguments on the grounds that whilst it is true that in some cases harm to the animals is a reasonably foreseeable consequence of the research, this is minimised wherever possible, with pain killers, anesthesia, and attempts to use other research means. More importantly, the intention behind this act is held to be morally just, e.g. helping millions of people to combat diseases.








Those who oppose experimenting on animals argue that the differences between us and other animals are a matter of degree rather than kind. Not only do animals closely resemble us anatomically and physiologically, but they behave in ways which seem to convey meaning, such as recoiling from pain, appearing to express fear of a tormentor, and showing to take pleasure in activities. If animals can feel what we feel, and suffer as we suffer, then to treat them as experimental subjects is morally unacceptable.








I, personally, back up the view that animal testing should be stopped. Science and technology has advanced fast and so there is no longer a need for animals to be experimented on. We now know the chemical properties of most substances, and powerful computers allow us to predict the outcomes of chemical interactions. Experimenting on live tissue culture also allows us to gain insight as to how living cells react when exposed to different substances, with no animals required. The previous necessity of the use of animals is no longer a good excuse for continued use of animals for research. We would still retain all the benefits that previous animal research has brought us but should not engage them in any more.

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Some people think people should not keep pets. What is your opinion?








Humans, as a natural part of the animal kingdom, have interacted with the animals around them for the entirety of their existence. One of the defining characteristics of the human race is that we developed the ability to domesticate and eventually tame other species for our use. Despite the vast popularity of pet ownership, especially in more economically developed countries, the question still remains as to whether the practice should be continued.








Those who are in favour of keeping pets would argue that because there are so many pets in the world, it has created a huge industry relevant to their food, leisure and other ancillary products. If keeping pets were to be banned, all the people involved in these industries would lose their jobs, worsening the economic situation.








Another army of people think differently. According to the Pet Food Manufacturers Association (PFMA), there are around 8 million dogs and 8 million cats in the UK alone in 2011. These vast numbers equate to almost half the households in the country owning a pet, and ownership requires feeding, medical care, the dedication of a considerable amount of time and of course, waste disposal. In an economic climate in which food prices are rising at unprecedented levels the question must be asked as to whether we can afford to look after so many animals. Of course, the impact isn’t just on the people - in America the recession has hit pet owners very hard, and this has lead to increased instances of abandonment and mistreatment. There is also the wider humanitarian question to consider - with the large amount of money spent on looking after pets in comparison to the lack of aid being sent to the poorest nations.








I am personally against the practice of keeping pets. Living creatures deserve the basic rights which captivity denies even though they may have no moral comprehension of their experiences. It is up to human beings, who do have an awareness of these factors, to ensure that these rights are maintained. Beyond this there is the issue of tampering with evolution to change the appearance of animals for our enjoyment. In some countries, cats are declawed and dogs have their tails docked to make them easier to sell - both cruel and painful processes. This interference with the natural process of evolution is morally wrong and in many cases cruel to the animals in question.

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Some people believe that endangered species should be protected. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








An “endangered species” is a population of organisms (either plant or animal) which is at risk of becoming extinct because it is either few in numbers, or threatened by changing environment or through being directly killed by other species (including humans). Many nations have laws offering protection to conserve relevant species: for example, forbidding hunting, restricting land development or creating preserves. Biodiversity, an ecological concept discussed in many scientific circles, means the variety of bacteria, plants, and animals that live on our planet. This includes the unique behavioural patterns and activities of each species. Many debates about biodiversity will ultimately boil down to how important this diversity is, either for its own sake, or for some specific human benefits. My answer to whether endangered species should be protected is nothing but yes with the reasons unfolded in the following essay.








Protecting endangered species helps protect humans. Humans actually benefit in a large number of ways from the protection of endangered species and thus continuing biodiversity. Firstly, the diversity of life and living systems is considered by many scientists to be a necessary condition for human development. We live in a world built on a carefully balanced ecosystem in which all species play a role, and the removal of species from it can cause negative consequences for the whole ecosystem, including humans.








There is also the potential for almost any species to hold currently-unknown future benefits for humans through products they could provide. One example of this is the scrub mint, an endangered plant species which has been found to contain an anti-fungal agent and a natural insecticide, and thus holds great potential for use that benefits humans.








Endangered species have also been known to hold the key to medical breakthroughs which save human lives. One example of this is the Pacific yew (a tree species) which became the source of taxol, one of the most potent anticancer compounds ever discovered. Thus the preservation of endangered species helps to protect humans, as this means plants and animals continue to play their specific role in the world’s ecosystem which humans rely on and may hold the key to medical breakthroughs which can greatly benefit humanity. All this could be lost through the extinction of plant and animal species.

Thirdly, people are paying more and more attention to leisure activities thanks to the shortened working hours, thereby spurring the prosperity of the service industry. More importantly, those who are eager to be successful in the future should realise that pressure is an integral part of work life, so to be stress-resistant is an essential quality they are supposed to possess.

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The most important quality in an employee is not the specific knowledge acquired or technical competence. Instead, it is the ability to work well with other employees. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








Whether the ability to work with others is more important than specific knowledge and technical competence has long been a controversial issue. In general, I suppose social skills are more critical than technical competence to the ultimate success of an organisational unit.








Admittedly, some level of technological competence and specific knowledge are needed to perform any job. Without some knowledge of the systems, procedures and vocabulary used in one’s department or division, an employee can not communicate effectively with peers or contribute meaningfully to the team goals. By the same token, however, nearly every job - even those in which technical ability would seem to be paramount importance - calls for some skills in working with others. Computer programmers, for example, work in teams to develop products according to the agreed-on specifications and timelines. Nevertheless, the ability to work with others is ultimately more important, since all jobs require this ability and since it is more difficult to learn social skills on the job.

Just because of the above-mentioned conclusion, however, it does not follow that we should turn a blind eye to its drawbacks, one of the most serious of which might be that people can not get enough income by simply doing temporary jobs. Financial gain is certainly one factor to consider when selecting a career. However, many people do not, and should not, focus on this factor as the main one. The role money plays depends on the priorities, goals and values of the particular person making the decision.








The main problem with selecting a career primarily on the basis of money is that for many people, to do so would be to ignore one’s personal values, needs, and larger life goals. Indeed, many people appreciate the latter things when they choose their career. For example, some people join the assisting professions, such as nursing, teaching or social work, well aware that their career will not be financially lucrative. Their choice properly stem from an overriding altruistic desire, not from an interest in financial gain. Others choose to pursue intellectual or creative fulfillment - as artists - knowing that they are trading off dollars for non-tangible rewards.








Another problem with focusing mainly on money when picking a career is that it turns a blind eye to the notion that making money is not an engine in and of itself, but rather a means of providing security for oneself and one’s family, for lifelong learning, or freedom to travel or to pursue hobbies. If these things that money is suppose to provide are sacrificed in the pursuit of money itself, the point of having money - and of one’s career selection - has been lost.








In conclusion, economic gain should not be the overriding factor in selecting a career. Money, in essence, is merely a means to more important objectives and the pursuit itself may undermine the achievement of these objectives.

It is a common practice that many international tourist agencies have set up branches in the tourist destinations, and the money tourists pay does not go to the local community. As a result, the hostility of the local community may emerge.








In addition, since local residents can make more money in a few weeks from tourists than they did in a year before, it is not strange for them to give up their farm-work, thereby leading to a serious decline in farm output and turning to supplies of rice and other foods outside.








Besides, with the tourists swarming into the tourist sites, the local ecology is under threats: trees are cut down to make room for transportation, farmland is cleared to build restaurants and water is drained to meet the demands of tourists.








What is the most serious lies in the fact that due to the wide discrepancies in terms of customs, cultures, life styles and religions, conflicts may be unavoidable. These have already happened in many tourist destinations. Admittedly, tourism has benefited some local communities to some extent, because it brings in hard currency. Ironically, it is also the very reason that gives rise to a wide range of problems currently existing in these countries. Many goods including daily necessities are being transported to other countries over a long distance thanks to the booming of the international trade. I think although this trend brings some benefits in terms of employment and economy, the drawbacks are more obvious because of the risks involved and the adverse effects posed to both the exporting and importing countries.








Many countries are export-orientated. By that I mean exportation has remained the backbone of its economy, providing jobs for a huge portion of its population and making a great deal of hard currency. China might be a good case in point. It is unimaginable what China’s national economy would be like if it does otherwise.








However, along with its importance in sustaining economy come the potential threats, the most serious of which might be that the economy of the exporting countries may be influenced by the fluctuating exchange rate and the unpredictable situation of the importing countries. For example, many exporting companies in China are suffering heavily due to the appreciation of RMB. There are also some other disadvantages in transporting goods, such as daily necessities, to other countries over a long distance. For example, it would not be helpful for the development of the similar industries of the importing countries because they may rely solely on the outside supplies. It has already happened in many countries. Another drawback of this practice is that some goods, such as vegetables, might be not as fresh when they reach the destination due to the long distance and the price might be much higher as a result of the transport expenses.








International trade will definitely play a significant role in many countries. However, how to overcome the drawbacks resulting from it remains a tough task for the people concerned.

Nowadays, there exist two different views regarding whether the study of international news should be an integral part of the curricula of secondary schools. It is necessary to put some thoughts into this issue.








Those who think studying international news is a waste of time might argue on the grounds that with the employment competition becoming ever fierce, students’ top task is to focus on academic subjects, because, in their eyes, these subjects can bring an undoubted edge in job hunting. However, I do not think this view holds. The fast pace of globalisation results in the emergence of more and more multinational corporations which are interested in recruiting those who are not only academically excellent but, more importantly, internationally-minded. It is especially the case in some developing countries like China.








However, reaching the conclusion that international news study is important does not necessarily mean the same as suggesting that it should be one of their major subjects. In many countries, especially developing ones like China, many students are suffering from heavy study workload, which, unfortunately, leads to the phenomenon that an increasing number of students have been riddled with various physical and psychological problems. It is, therefore, not wise to add even one more subject.








International news study is undoubtedly important because it is not only what the constantly changing society requires but is also what makes secondary school students internationally conscious. The best choice, I think, is to make it a selective subject, since in doing so, students can benefit from it without interfering with other academic subjects.

Should rich countries help poor ones by providing cash? Views vary greatly over the past decades.








Some people think that special subsidies are much fairer than providing cash. Subsidies can be directly targeted to provide the things that the poor need rather than letting the poor buy what they want. The government should not be providing money that is then being spent on things like cigarettes; instead it should be spent on food, heating, or the children’s education. Some subsidies are poorly targeted but this simply shows that subsidies can be poorly implemented, not that they cannot be the solution to poverty.








I tend to think that.one of the reasons why poverty does not get eliminated is that it is governments who provide the subsidies that are intended to do just that. When the government provides lots of different subsidies for different things, like fuel, food, housing etc., and especially when some of them are universal, it is clear that it will never be possible to distribute the money fairly on the basis of need.








More importantly, most methods of attempting to eliminate poverty through state intervention are bureaucratic and inefficient and therefore are inevitably not very helpful. Providing money directly into bank accounts, on the other hand, is efficient as it is transferred electronically and can be set up to transfer without any human intervention. For the same reason it is very difficult to embezzle because it is going straight to a bank account from central government funds without passing through anyone’s hands.

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Responsibility for preserving the natural environment ultimately belongs to each individual person, not the government. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this opinion?








While nearly everyone would agree in principle that certain efforts to preserve the natural environment are in humankind’s best interest, environmental issues always involve a tug of war among conflicting political and economic interests. For this reason, and because serious environmental problems are generally large in scale, government participation is needed to ensure the environmental preservation.








Experience tells us that individuals and private corporations owned by individuals tend to act on behalf of their own short-term economic and political interests, not on behalf of the environment or the public at large. For example, current technology makes possible the complete elimination of polluting emissions from automobiles. Nevertheless, neither auto manufacturers nor consumers are willing or able to voluntarily make the short-term sacrifices necessary to accomplish this goal. Only the government holds the regulatory and enforcement power to impose the necessary standards and to ensure that we achieve such goals.








Apart from the problems of self-interest and enforcement, environmental issues inherently involve public health and are far too pandemic in nature for individuals to solve on their own. Many of the most egregious environmental violations traverse state and sometimes national borders. Environmental hazards are akin to those involving food and drug safety and to protecting borders; individuals have neither the power nor the resources to address these widespread hazards.








In the final analysis, only the authority and scope of power that a government possesses can ensure the attainment of agree-upon environmental goals. Because individuals are incapable of assuming this responsibility, government must do.

Firstly, taking care of millions of people who are starving is more significant than saving natural resources, most of which are renewable anyway. Secondly, focusing on economic issues gives rise to the great leaps in technology. People now have the knowledge to feed the world’s increasing population without harming the environment. 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Some people think that in an attempt to combat the resource shortage, countries around the world should go nuclear. Do you agree or disagree?








Nuclear power is any nuclear technology designed to extract usable energy from atomic nuclei via controlled nuclear.reactions. The most common method is through nuclear fission. The main question, however, is whether nuclear energy should constitute a major component of the 21st century’s mixed economy and energy plans to combat global warming and to help us meet the growing energy demand?








The most efficient source of renewable energy has been hydroelectric power; however, this usually creates more problems than it solves. Building a large hydroelectric dam inevitably floods an enormous region behind the dam which in turn can displace thousands of people. There are also enormous ecological costs to dam building. A classical example is the Aswan dam in Egypt along the Nile. Not only did many thousands lose their homes but the yearly inundation of the Nile, which fertilised the surrounding land for thousands of years, was also stopped; the subsequent silting up of the river destroyed much wildlife. A similar story of ecological destruction and human homelessness surrounded the more recent Three Gorges dam project in China.








In many senses nuclear energy is the cleanest renewables. It does not produce emissions such as CO2 and greenhouse gases, which are harmful to the population and the environment. Roughly 700 million metric tons of CO2 emissions are avoided each year in the United States by generating electricity from nuclear power rather than some other sources.








In addition, the use of nuclear power reduces a country’s foreign energy dependency. The European Union is a net importer for energy, and as such is reliant on Russia and Norway, predominantly, for oil and gas supplies. Events such as the dispute between Russia and the Ukraine over gas supplies demonstrated that the EU’s energy can easily be disrupted by political situations outside its control. It also means that the EU could be drawn into disputes between Russia and neighbouring countries because it has a vested interest in the region. This could set a dangerous precedent, where the EU could be intimidated by Russia, because the EU relies so heavily on Russian gas. Building more nuclear power stations would ensure a more secure supply of energy, thereby avoiding the potential for energy supply to become a politically charged issue on an international scale.








In conclusion, going for nuclear power speaks for its own justification with the above-mentioned arguments taken into consideration.

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Developed countries have a greater obligation to combat climate change than developing countries. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








Climate change and global warming are the result of massive emissions of “greenhouse gases” such as CO2, CFCs and nitrous oxide. This has been a problem due to the exponential increase in the burning of fossil fuels throughout the industrial revolution which began in the 19th century. Climate change is a phenomenon which will have a global impact. Although the problem is a global one, developed nations who are heavily industrialised usually release more greenhouse gases per capita than developing ones. In an attempt to address and solve global warming, many have asked whether developed nations - which led the industrial revolution and are responsible for most of the greenhouse gases now in the atmosphere - should bear a greater responsibility for combating climate change. My answer is yes based on the following reasons.








It is the developed world that has the capability to combat climate change. In fact, it is these developed countries that have the research capabilities to come up with the necessary technology to make the economy greener, to produce renewable energy, and to mitigate against the effects of disasters. Moreover these same places are the countries that have the finance available to fund these activities: not only funding the research into the solutions but also providing the financial resources to put them into action all around the world. Poor countries turn to the powerful financial centres such as London and New York to finance large projects. The same will be the case with projects to mitigate climate change. Finally these countries have the expertise to put these new inventions and projects into practice; they have the experts to work out the best places to build, to advise on building, and to make sure the project does not have unintended side effects. As the nations with the greatest capability, developed nations have an increased responsibility to act.








It is through heavy industrialization that developed countries are developed - since they contributed more to climate change, they have a greater obligation to resolve it. Climate change has largely been caused by long-term emissions by developed countries. While China is now the world’s biggest CO2 emitter and other developing countries emissions are rapidly rising, historically the vast majority of emissions have been from developed nations.








In conclusion, developed nations have an increased obligation to combat climate change.

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Capital punishment is essential to control violence in society. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








Capital punishment is the sentence of death, or practice of execution, handed down as punishment for a criminal offence. The topic, however, remains highly controversial. Abolitionist groups and international organizations argue that it is fruitless in curbing the worst criminal actions, while proponents claim that it is an effective and necessary deterrent for the most heinous crimes. It is necessary to put some thoughts into this issue.








Those who oppose death penalty might doubt the deterrent effect of it. They argue that many criminals may actually find the prospect of the death penalty less daunting (and thus, less effective as a deterrent) than spending the rest of their lives suffering in jail. Death by execution is generally fairly quick, while a lifetime in prison can be seen as a much more intensive punishment.








Other people, however, insist that the worst crimes deserve the most severe sanctions. Capital punishment symbolises the value and importance placed upon the maintenance of the sanctity of sacred human life. Any lesser sentence would fail in this duty. For example, first-degree murder involves the intentional slaughter of another human being. Such a heinous crime can only be punished, in a just and fair manner, with the death penalty.








I, personally, back up the necessity of capital punishment on the grounds that, in addition to the argument in the preceding paragraph, death penalty can help ease the problem of overcrowded prisons in many countries, where keeping people for life in prison contributes to expensive and at times unconstitutional overcrowding. As such, the death penalty may be preferable to life in prison since it helps alleviate a pressing problem in the criminal justice system. It is better to execute those who deserve it than to be forced to release dangerous offenders into society because prisons are overcrowded by people serving life sentences.

Rarely a day goes by that the media do not report an incident of violent crime. These are reported via broadcast, digital media (Internet website or social site) and print and the reporting is often in excruciating detail. This trend, without any doubt, should be reversed.








Admittedly, it is better that people be aware of what is really happening than to be ignorant and thus vulnerable. Crime can be frightening, but people need to know about it so they can prepare themselves to deal with it. Fear may cause people to do irrational things, but so too can ignorance.








However, the media have been consistently demonstrated through empirical evidence to aid in the exacerbation of premeditated violence. There is an observable contagion effect, as the media serves to spread the virus of violence. Studies have shown that the greater the level of media coverage, the shorter the lag time between initial crime and emulations of them.








Most importantly, victims of violent crimes and their families face an emotional and vulnerable time in the wake of such crimes, recovering, or mourning. The media’s fixation on violent crimes subjects these vulnerable people to the assault of reporters. In fact, there exists a perverse incentive for the media to badger families until they break down, as tears sell. Therefore removing violent reporting changes these perverse incentives to irritate victims and families, and instead leads to more respectful and considerate treatment.

Reality television has become very popular over the past decade with shows such as “Survivor”, “Big Brother” and “The Apprentice” attracting big audiences and making a lot of money for broadcasters worldwide. Reality TV is often a hot topic for debate as opponent believe it paints an unrealistic and inappropriate portrait and is therefore bad for our society and the children that make up the majority of the audience. Proponents meanwhile maintain that people should be allowed to watch what they like, and that reality programmes make good shows, as shown by consistently high viewer numbers.








Some people think reality shows send a bad message and help to create a cult of instant celebrity. They are typically built about shameless self-promotion, based on humiliating others and harming relationships for the entertainment of each other and the viewers in front of TV. These programmes suggest that anyone can become famous just by getting on TV and “being themselves”, without working hard or having any particular talent. Kids who watch these shows will get the idea that they don’t need to study hard in school, or train hard for a regular job. Reality shows encourage such addictions and promote the generally misguided belief that they should aspire to be the reality stars they watch on their televisions.








Another army of people argue on the grounds that these shows do reflect our society, which isn’t always perfect, but we should face these issues rather than censor television in order to hide them. To deride reality shows as “corrupting” therefore is misguided; it is society who is corrupt and reality shows that offer a potential solution. To solve a problem first requires accepting it exists, and reality shows provide a means to do that; they are a window into society, permitting everyone to reflect on the issues that are most harmful to society. As such, reality show producers should not be accused of a lack of creativity or laziness for their programmes, but congratulated for drawing attention to important issues. 








 I think reality TV does not discourage hard work or education; rather it creates a society whereby we have shared experiences and a strong sense of community. As such, reality TV provides an important social glue. Once upon a time there were only a few television channels, and everybody watched the same few programmes. The sense of a shared experience helped to bind people together, giving them common things to talk about at work and school the next day. Furthermore, even if it were the case that the moral lessons of reality programmes are not always advisable, viewers can empathise with characters in the “Godfather” without wanting to be them; the same applies to questionable characters and actions in other reality shows. .

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Suicide should be a criminal offence. Do you agree or disagree?








Suicide is the act of intentionally causing one’s own death. There are almost a million suicides every year with ten to twenty times more suicidal attempts. With the rising suicide rates many have asked the question: should suicide be made a criminal offence?








Some people hold the view that we should respect human rights because we value the liberty and autonomy of individuals; we want to be able to make our own decisions and we likewise affirm the right of others to make their own decisions. The free, autonomous decision to take one’s own life should be respected as a legitimate exercise of one’s individual liberty. Human liberty is sacrosanct and should only be limited where clear social harm is caused. Suicide affects only the individual and so it should be permitted.








Some other people argue on the grounds that suicide is a waste of life. It is an immoral act that ignores the sacrosanct nature of human life - something that is universally considered to be the case as shown by being something nearly all religions consider to be the case. Failure to criminalize such a flagrant violation of the sanctity of human life condemns any society as irreligious and immoral.








Suicide is an entirely selfish act that causes immense pain and suffering for those loved ones that are left behind. It is also cowardly; rather than facing your problems and being strong, you instead take the easy way out and kill yourself. It is important, therefore, to instill a strong sense of responsibility to one’s family and for one’s affairs, and to do this by punishing those who try and fail to perpetrate this selfish and cowardly act. Like abortion, euthanasia, cloning and genetic engineering, suicide undermines the sanctity and inviolability of the human body. It is legitimate to legislate against such actions because the sanctity of the human body is an intrinsic constituent part of the respect for human dignity, which is the sine qua non of social life in any country.

The undeniable usefulness of the media in almost instantly providing information about events all over the world is largely taken for granted. However, in our dependence on the media we have allowed them to mould our notions and opinions of events and people. Though few of us probably think about it, our conceptions of, say, our selected officials spring from television images and newspaper stories. Most of us will never meet the prime minister or the president, but anyone who is exposed to the media will have an opinion of them. When it comes to cast our vote, we will make our decision based on how the media portray the candidates. We are similarly swayed by the coverage of wars. The media, representing the values of their owners, societies and governments, tend to report wars with a bias - which is good and which is bad is determined for us by reporters, editors and commentators, and sure enough the public begin to form opinions according to the coverage they see, hear and read in the major media. The media are also influential in the way they facilitate the spread of cultures and lifestyles. The socalled “global youth culture”, in which one finds young people around the world displaying a common interest in music, clothing style and films, is an example of the media’s sway in this regard. A popular figure such as Michael Jackson would never be so well known were it not for the media’s extensive reach into every society on the globe.








Thus I would argue that the mass media’s influence is certainly great. Indeed, with technological advancements such as the internet bringing even more forms of electronic media to our homes and workplaces, it is likely the media’s influence will grow even stronger.

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Some people think advertising is the most influential and therefore the most artistic achievement of the twentieth century. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this view?








Advertising is clearly the most influential art form in the twentieth century. It is therefore tempting to think it is also the most important. Greatest artistic achievement is determined by criteria beyond mere influence. And when we examine against these criteria, the genre of advertising does not measure up to be truly important.








To begin with, great art inspires us to look at the human situation from new perspectives. For example, early impressionists paintings challenge our thinking about visual perception and about the nature of the reality we see. Other works, like Rodin’s “the think”, capture our reflection with the essential value of human rationality. In stark contrast, advertising encourages people not to reflect or think at all, but simply to spend.








In addition, the significance of the great artistic achievement transcends time, even when it reflects a particular age. Yet advertising, by its very nature, is transient. In an eye blink, today’s hot image or slogan is yesterday’s news. It is hard to imagine even the most powerful advertisement can live beyond its current ad campaign.








Undoubtedly, advertising, a direct product of free market economy, will still play an important role. However, to claim ads are the greatest art is to ignore the definition of great art. These ads, in my eyes, are influential in marketing terms, but fail to fulfill the criteria for great art.

Firstly, exploitive adverts brainwash children into becoming eager consumers. Some people who insist on no-ban policy might argue on the grounds that adverts are the means by which most television stations are funded. The sheer volume of advertising in our society is incredible. You cannot watch television, ride on a bus or even walk down the street without someone trying to sell you something or inform you of something. Recent research suggests people living in a city today see up to 5,000 advertisements a day. Advertising has grown to be an industry worth many billions of dollars across the world. As prices of both phones and calls have come down in the past ten years or so with increased competition, they have become much more available to young people. Some people in favour of mobile phones argue on the grounds that mobile phones keep children safe, as with them it is easier for parents to stay in touch with their children and for children to contact someone in an emergency. Through calls and texts, parents can know where their child is and be reassured that he or she is safe; all the while their children know they are never more than a phone call away from help. Ultimately, mobile phones provide parents and young people with peace of mind and children with a safety net in emergencies, allowing them to call parents or the emergency services.








Other people, however, maintain that the link between parents and children that phones ostensibly provide can be easily broken. If a child doesn’t want to be reached, he can always turn off the phone and plead the “no service” defense. They also put forward the view that mobile phones are a distraction from the real world, having a negative impact on children in their ability to interact with those around them. Some people harbour the view that advances in technology have increased the destructive capacity of conflict by enabling killing to occur much more rapidly, as can be seen by the destruction of the First and Second World Wars with the unprecedented numbers of deaths. Besides, the pursuit of industrialisation and the use of modern technology require the generation of enormous amounts of energy. 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People all over the world think that nuclear weapons should be abolished. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








Nuclear weapons first dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki in 1945 forever changed the face of war, and the half-century of Cold War which followed was dominated, above all, by the threat of nuclear destruction. I wholeheartedly endorse the position that nuclear weapons should be abolished. （高分理由：引用历史事实作为文章的开头，很有说服力。作者在开头段最后一句明确提出了自己的观点。）








The first reason for abolishing nuclear weapons is that any weapon which could not possibly be used in a responsible manner should not be permitted. Over the past fifty years, we have seen a general tendency towards limited warfare and precision weapons, allowing military objectives to be achieved with minimal loss of civilian life. The entire point of nuclear weapons, however, is their massive, indiscriminate destructive power, which means their use could kill tens of thousands of civilians directly, and their catastrophic environmental after-effects would harm many more all around the world. Another reason for discarding nuclear weapons is that by claiming the efficacy of nuclear weapons as a strategic deterrent, the current nuclear powers encourage the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction. To be a part of the so-called “nuclear club” is seen as a matter of great prestige. Therefore, nations opposed to a nuclear power feel that they need to develop their own capability in order to protect themselves. The most critical consideration for my argument lies in the fact that if nuclear weapons exist, they can fall into the wrong hands. The co-operation between the two nuclear powers, the United States and Russia, has made some progress in the reduction in nuclear stockpiles. The process will not be swift, but it is plausible.

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Some people think that there might be a just war under certain circumstances. To what extent do you agree or disagree?








War is always evil, but some thinkers have maintained that under limited circumstances it may be less evil. A nation must satisfy certain conditions; or the war is not just. Wars are just if the cause is just. Nations should be allowed to defend themselves from aggression, just as individuals are permitted to defend themselves against violence.








The intentions behind the war must be good. States have the right to use war to restore peace, to help the innocent, or to right a wrong. For example, the US and NATO were justified in using force in Bosnia and Kosovo. Waging a war was far more ethical than standing by and permitting genocide and “ethnic cleansing”.








The war must be lawfully declared by a lawful authority. This prevents inappropriate, terrorist-style chaos, and ensures that other rules of war will be observed. For example, when states declare war, they generally follow specific legislative procedures; a guaranteed respect for such procedures is likely to ensure that the nation will respect international humanitarian law.








War must be a last resort. The state is justified in using armed force only after it has tried all non-violent alternatives. Sometimes peaceful measures - diplomacy, economic sanctions, international pressure, or condemnation from other nations - simply do not work, but they must at least be tried in order to give every chance for a peaceful resolution to a crisis.








The war must have a reasonable chance of success. War always involves a loss of life, but expending life with no possibility of achieving a goal is unacceptable. Thus, if a fighting force cannot achieve its goal, however just, it should not proceed. Charging an enemy’s cannons on horseback or throwing troops at a pointless occupation are clearly not just actions.

Should women be allowed to serve in combat roles in the armed forces?







The roles played by women are of paramount importance to
 society as a whole, and yet have triggered many hot debates. The increasing number of women joining the army is typical of them. Although women serving in the armed forces have been broadly supported, the opponents’ views also deserve scrutinising
 .





The position in favour of enlisting women upholds equality between the sexes
 . As long as an applicant is qualified, one’s gender is arbitrary. In fact, critics often mention that women cannot meet the performance targets set for their positions. This is rank hypocrisy
 . Actually, not only are women able to meet the absolute physical requirements for the frontline combat, such as carrying a wounded soldier or throwing grenades, they are, as a matter of fact, better suited, with the merits that stand them in good stead
 , such as accuracy, caution and good education, especially in such a circumstance where the increasingly modernised technology battlefield put a higher price on
 technical expertise and decisionmaking skills than simple brute strength.






The side effects of women taking part in military activities, however, should also be seriously elaborated on
 . Indeed, as more women enter the armed services, abuse incidents rise. At the three US service academies, for example, one in seven women report being sexually assaulted and fully half have been sexually harassed, causing tensions and weakening the military in combat situations. Besides, the threats of increased abuse of women prisoners, such as being tortured or raped, are also a serious concern. In a media age, the use of captured female soldiers in propaganda broadcasts
 may have a horrifying effects on the television audience back home, perhaps weakening the nation’s determination and commitment to the war effort.





In conclusion, irreversible as the trend of women assuming the military duties is, the potential risks cannot be ignored
 . Fortunately, much has been made on preventing the potential risks from occurring.

Should schools require their students to wear a school uniform?







To wear or not to wear a uniform, that is perhaps one of the most charged topics in education. I wholeheartedly endorse
 the position that students should go to schools that do not require wearing a uniform.





The most critical consideration for abandoning wearing uniforms is that this practice suppresses individualism
 and treats students en masse
 rather than encouraging teachers to recognise their different characters and abilities, which is totally unfit to the more exploratory and creative values of modern education. Actually, many countries, such as Sweden, have managed to maintain
 high school standards of diversified
 academic performance without adopting uniforms.





Another solid reason for discarding
 uniforms is that many parents complain that some uniform items, such as jackets, are very expensive compared to the rest of their child’s wardrobes and even worse, they can not be worn outside the school environment.





Last but not the least, uniforms are inappropriate
 , being too cold in winter and too hot in summer, largely because they are badly designed and cheaply produced in small quantities. Girls, in particular, complain at being forced to wear skirts even in the coldest months, when many would generally wear trousers.





Some people standing firmly for uniforms might argue on the grounds that uniforms prepare students for life after education, when most will be expected to dress smartly and appropriately for work, adhering to
 a corporate dress code. This view, however, should be subject to modification. Today’s business world is increasingly relaxed about dress code, making those schools that cling to
 uniforms anachronistic.
 Anyway, adults who attended schools without any experience of wearing a uniform do not appear to struggle in the workplace.





In conclusion, wearing uniforms or not, just like many issues triggered by the evolution of society, will remain for discussion for the years yet to come. My view, however, is clear that uniforms are more suited for military schools but not for other educational institutions
 .

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Whether a foreign language should be made compulsory for school pupils?







Nearly all secondary school students (from age eleven) in European countries are obliged to
 study at least one modern foreign language up to their final year. It is also the case in many Asian countries. In China, for example, approximately
 200 million students learn English. The question about whether learning foreign languages should remain compulsory for all school students up to the age of 16, however,remains controversial.






Learning a foreign language helps to tackle xenophobia
 . Negative stereotyping is sadly still prevalent
 in the modern world. Such stereotypes lead to prejudices
 , xenophobia and, in extreme cases, hate crimes. Learning foreign languages, however, is a good way to combat such prejudices, because the students learn about the foreign culture for themselves, meet and converse with
 its people, and have a first-hand introduction to foreign people. This will leave them more open-minded towards other cultures so less likely to be xenophobic even towards other cultures whose language they have not learnt.





Foreign Languages are extremely beneficial to the economy in two senses. In fact, language skills improve a job candidate’s chances of selection, simply because those who are exceptional in foreign languages are generally those who are able to communicate with the management leaders, the colleagues and the performance targets of a multinational
 company. Secondly, a large number of employees, equipped with foreign language skills diminishing
 the misunderstanding of other countries’ cultures, customs and habits, enhance the companies’ abilities to engage in
 trade and to expand
 their business abroad, in turn enhancing exports.






Opponents
 might argue on the grounds that the overwhelming number of
 students who struggle with reading and writing in their own language cannot be expected to acquire a second foreign one. That is to say the vast number of students being incompetent in their mother language is to be addressed as a matter of urgency.
 This standpoint, however, should be subject to modification. A high number of students failing to succeed in their mother tongue are not a valid reason to make foreign language learning optional. Students failing in core subjects must be helped to improve, but having a foreign language eradicated
 is no solution.





In a word, foreign languages learning should be made compulsory considering its significant role in eliminating
 xenophobia and boosting a nation’s economy.

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Should PE be made compulsory at schools?







In the UK, Physical Education (PE) is compulsory in state schools until the age of 16 - that is, those sports are compulsory for as long as education is compulsory. Every year, however, more and more parents complain to their children’s schools about PE; they believe that their children shouldn’t have to participate in physical activity if they don’t want to and that it is not a productive educational activity or environment, conceptions that need to be modified.





Participation in sport promotes health. It is the government’s duty to be concerned with the health of its citizens by encouraging physical activities ranging from swimming, gymnastics, dance, weight training, to aerobics in the young through compulsory PE. This is especially profound and thoughtful in such times with the sharp rise in the level of obesity as the result of the proliferation of high-fat, sugary food and drink around the globe
 . Anyway, without a healthy younger generation, there is no possibility of making a country stand out among others.





Secondly, playing sports forges character. Actually, PE helps children learn to discover and value their own qualities and abilities, and those of others’. Many kinds of sports, such as football and basketball, teach children how to win and lose with good grace and encourage them to work with others, as they would be expected to do in an adult environment.





Finally, the quest for national sporting achievement begins in schools. If schools don’t have compulsory PE, it is much harder to pick out, develop and equip athletes to represent the country on a wider stage. Take Australia for example, it’s much easier to find suitable individuals with a full sports programme in every school. In the UK, however, seventy percent of stateschool students are dropping PE when it becomes optional; it is no surprise that up to 30% of its Olympic athletes are now privately-educated, where physical education is compulsory until the end of one’s education. State education is not just about aiding the individual; it’s also about the state getting a good return on its investment - in a well-educated populace to cultivate patriotism and entrepreneurialism
 . This applies equally in sports.





In a word, PE, no less important than other academic issues, has solid reasons to be made compulsory at schools.

Mother’s staying at home is beneficial to children’s educational and emotional development. To what extent do you agree or disagree?







Many studies point to
 the years before a child starts school as the most important in its educational and emotional development. For this reason, should the mother be at home, at least until her children start school? Or can children develop equally great sometimes with support from others in addition to their mothers? I wholeheartedly endorse the view that mothers should be at home based on the following reasons.





In many religions and cultures the role of the mother is a sacred one. As a prophet
 once stated, “ Paradise lies at the feet of your mother
 ”. Yet, for a mother to earn this regard, she must stay in the home above all else, which involves not gaining employment outside the home when caring for children. This means that the woman should be viewed as privileged and valued as a housemother, a god-given position that is not available to the father.





Furthermore, it is undeniable that a professional carer who looks after a group of children cannot give as much singular attention to one child, or know all the specific whims
 of each child. Many psychologists believe that this leaves the children desperate for
 a single adult to shower them with affection
 , and a denial of this desire can lead to higher levels of aggression by the time they reach primary school. However, a housemother would both be able to give the attention and teach them how to behave appropriately, such as expressing their emotions properly, which is especially precious and priceless in their formative period
 and in their path to be good and responsible citizens.





In a word, although we are in the age of apparent equality where women are increasingly encouraged to “have it all”, I stand firmly by the view that women’s main role is at home for the sake of
 creating a healthy and productive environment for their children, who are absolutely the future of a nation.

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Some people think parenting classes are necessary for young parents. To what extent do you agree or disagree?







The question of the best way to raise children is one which is widely debated in all liberal democracies. Some believe that the decisions regarding childcare should be left to parents in the private sphere of the home. One interesting proposal, however, is that the state can offer parenting classes to all young people. This measure, which I wholeheartedly endorse,
 would make people aware of the skills and knowledge base required to deal effectively with children.





Given that it may not be possible to use legal or monitoring systems
 to encourage parents to take better care of their children, making parenting classes compulsory
 would help prioritise the best interests of
 a child. Currently, information about parenting is scarce, patchy
 and inconsistent
 . The up-to-date parenting information provided by medical staff, psychologists, nutritionists, educators and so on, however, would assist new parents who encounter
 difficulties in raising their children by ensuring that parents know what is regarded as
 good for their children and would promote the rights of young people to a decent upbringing
 . Actually, by tackling bad parenting we are tackling disadvantaged children. For example, 90 percent of repeating juvenile offenders
 have a history of behaviour problems as a child.





The state has a strong moral, practical and financial interest in the raising of its future citizens. This is why most liberal democracies offer extensive
 and costly child support systems (including child-support payments, free nursery care, parental leave arrangements) to aid parents in raising young people who can be active and respectful members of society. Compulsory parenting classes could be a means to make sure the cohesion and prosperity of its future generations by raising the standard of parenting they receive.





In conclusion, parenting classes speak for their own justification
 with all the above mentioned points being fully taken in to account
 .

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Home schooling is an increasingly popular form of education. To what extent do you agree or disagree?







Home schooling is the education of children at home. The practice is legal in most countries but the extent to which it is practiced varies. Proponents
 of the practice argue that parents have a right to decide where is the best to educate their child, and that the home is often ideal as a learning environment. Opponents argue that schools, in contrast,
 offer ideal learning environments and that education requires properly-trained teachers in appropriate settings, which a home and well-intentioned
 parents cannot provide. I am, personally, in favour of the idea that home is a better learning place.





The most critical consideration for home schooling is that it allows children to learn in an environment that has the needs of one or a very few number of students. In doing so, specific textbooks that are tailored to
 the child’s mode of learning can be purchased, which plays their potential
 to the full. State schools, in contrast, are often very ill-equipped and under-funded, leading to standardised text books and teaching methods, overlooking
 students’ different characters and abilities. The home also lacks the many distractions and disadvantages of schools: peer pressure, social stigma
 attached to achievement, bullying, show-offs and general rowdiness
 .





Another solid reason for supporting for learning at home is that family bonding
 and the positive roles played by parents are massively important elements of a child’s development and are prioritised by home schooling. The value of the family is constantly undermined in modern society; positive parental role models are found less and less frequently. If a parent is judged by a state vetting
 process to be good enough, it is enormously beneficial for society as a whole to approve such an environment that cements
 both a positive role model and family bonding.





Parents who take their children out of school, or choose to home-school due to apprehensions
 over the quality of state education, should be entitled to
 do so provided the child is better-off as a result. However, to ensure they are not neglected, parents hoping to home-school must both register the fact that they are home-schooling their child and submit to regular, state inspections of the child’s progress. If the child is deemed to be
 falling behind his age group, the parents may be forced to return the child to a school. The parents should be given standards of teaching that they must adhere to
 before the inspections occur, and the standards should be sufficiently flexible
 to reflect children learning at different speeds.

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Some people think higher education should be free. To what extent do you agree or disagree?







Nearly every country in the developed world, and more and more in the developing world, provide free primary and secondary education. Such education is generally uncontroversial and accepted as necessary by both liberals and conservatives
 around the world. In the case of university education, however, there is a great deal of disparity between countries’ education policies. Debates centre on
 the issues of whether there is in fact a right to receive university education, and on whether states can feasibly afford to finance such education.





Some people think higher education can provide valuable knowledge, but it is not the responsibility of the taxpayer to fund it. There is no fundamental right of individuals to be allowed to take four years free of charge
 to learn new skills that will benefit them. The state’s duty is to provide a baseline of care, which in the case of education is free primary and secondary schooling. Higher education, in essence
 , should be regarded as a commodity, which means if individuals want to get it they should pay for it themselves.





Other army of people, however, argues that a university provides an opportunity that exists at no other time in an individual’s life. It is a time of personal, intellectual, and often spiritual, exploration. In secondary school and in professional life, however, no such opportunities exist, as they are about instruction and following orders, not about questioning norms and conventions
 in the same way university so often is. Simply put,
 a university serves as an extremely valuable forum for different views, which everyone has a right to experience should they wish. A life without the critical thinking tools provided by university is less full because those without it lack the facility
 by which to unlock all the doors of perception
 and knowledge laid before them.





They also maintain that a university-educated populace is of great value to any state. It provides extensive economic boons
 to society. At present, many countries, especially developing ones, are continuing to build up technologically and economically. By facilitating higher education, through state funding of university study, countries increase the likelihood
 and quantity of
 investment in their economies by both domestic and foreign firms, as a highly educated and skilled workforce is a country trait
 many businesses consider highly desirable when making investment decisions.





I definitely back up
 the view of free higher education. In addition to the favourable arguments mentioned above, free higher education enhances the development of leaders in society. States function best when the best and brightest have the opportunity to rise to the top. The barrier to entry created by fees and other costs of university will prevent some potentially high-worth individuals from ever reaching levels of success. Free university education, however, allows all individuals to attend university, guaranteeing
 that the leaders of tomorrow have the chance to show their worth. For all these reasons, it is clear that the state and individuals benefit from providing free university education to its citizens.

Standardised national test is not a good way to examine students’ academic performance. To what extent do you agree or disagree?







A single national testing standard requires schools to test their children every year to measure how much they have learned. Views regarding this issue, however, vary greatly from person to person.





Some people think although standardised testing is not perfect, it helps to sets useful standards that help student learn. It is important that a nation has a general frame of reference
 where students should, on average, be at various stages in their education. Standardised testing helps do this by setting a baseline level of achievement at each grade, where the average student is expected to be. While some students may perform above or below this standard, the important thing is judging the general educational trends across society, so that governments can help guide their national educational system onto a globally competitive path.






Other people, however, hold a different view. They argue that any system of standardised testing (where everyone is given the same test) assumes
 that all students learn at the same rate. But this is not the case. Talented
 students and un-talented students should not be measured by the same test. Handing down a standard national test from the top is bound to
 end up with a “one-size-fits-all” result, which does not adequately measure the ability of the student, and fails to motivate
 students in their education. The best students find them too easy; the worst students find them too difficult.





I am not in favour of the national test because in addition to the argument in the preceding paragraphs, this kind of testing will result in teachers “teaching to the test”. Simply put, students will be taught how to take tests instead of learning skills and knowledge that will help them become good and responsible citizens. This is because teachers will be judged based on how well their students do at tests, thus students will become good test takers but will miss out on
 other important things like whether they are better behaved, more confident and more creative, which is not in line with
 the modern and exploratory nature of education.

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Constructing highrise buildings can be a good solution to the fast-growing population. To what extent do you agree or disagree?







High-rise housing is usually defined as a residential building with five or more stories, most of the time encountered in urban or suburban areas. Views vary greatly with regard to this living in them.





Under-developed areas of urban environments can be reinvigorated
 and repopulated through the demolition
 of low-rise projects and their replacement with high-rise complexes
 . Turning a decrepit
 area into a safe, booming and high-rise neighborhood therefore removes the eye sore of a poor, low-rise slum and replaces it with the community and activity that high-rise housing provides. This stimulates economic activity in the area by ensuring that there are job opportunities and shops located near the high-rise developments.





While critiques of high-rise housing abound, high-rise housing is a successful housing solution when faced with the problem of population growth and urban migration
 . Urban migration, whereby populations flock to
 urban centres looking for work, leaves cities short on affordable housing and transport links and can either lead to inner-city poverty or urban sprawl
 . High-rise housing offers solutions to both problems by maximising the number of people that can live on a scarce, fixed amount of available land.





Solving the arithmetical problem - housing a large number of people in a small space - does not constitute a successful solution. Quality of life is the key. In fact, in many cases, it appears to have exacerbated
 the problems for the cities involved. A survey conducted in Bristol stated that despite state-of-the-art security systems, this had the highest crime rate of those studied in a recent study, demonstrating the inherent
 disadvantages of high-rise living even with improvements designed to curb
 crime.

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Should parents send their children to private schools?







One of the most contentious
 social issues in most countries is that of education. If parents wish to send their children to a private school, should they have the right to do so?





People should be allowed to spend their money as they wish. If parents choose to spend money on their children’s advancement over something else they could buy then. It is their decision to make. The core
 of this is the idea of ownership
 over our income, and that the state should not be able to restrict
 our spending this income by banning products such as private education.





The state funds
 the education system through taxation. Parents who do not send their children to state schools still pay those same taxes. Therefore, these taxes are spent on a smaller number of schools and there is more money per child in the state sector
 than there would be if we banned private education.





It further seems unfair to say that people should have a right to choose private education, while this choice is not available to everyone. Those who cannot afford the huge expense
 of private education are often not choosing to put their children into state schools, because they just have no other options
 . Therefore in defending the freedom to choose to send a child to private school, we are merely defending the right of the wealthy to have this choice and restricting the choice of everyone else.





The second criticism is that statistics
 showing the competitive edge of private schools are true only because private education exists, and takes all the best teachers, head teachers and resources away from state schools. If public schools were banned then state schools would gain more teachers and resources and thus would raise to the standards currently occupied by private schools.

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The rising level of congestion found in most of the world’s cities can be attributed to the rapid increasing number of private cars in use. In order to reverse this decline in the quality of life in cities, attention must be made to encourage people to use their cars less and the public transport more. Discuss possible ways to encourage the use of public transport.







Anyone who lives in a city is aware of the increasing number of cars on the road and the kinds of problems this creates: traffic jams, air pollution and longer commuting
 periods. As economy grows and access to cars spread to increasing numbers of people, this trend is bound to
 worsen. The solution, at least partly, lies in government’s endeavor
 to encourage the use of the public transport in urban areas, thus decreasing the dependence on the private cars.





One way to stimulate public transport use is to make private car use more expensive and inconvenient. The introduction of tolls
 along motorways has been successfully administered
 in many cities. Other measures may include the high-priced permits
 for parking in urban areas and the restriction of parking to a limited number of cars. Face with high costs and no parking space, commuters would perhaps be more willing to abandon their cars in favour of buses or trains.





There are also the less offensive ways of spurring the public transport use. The construction of free carparks at suburban train stations, for example, has been proven feasible and practical in quite a number of countries with the aim of allowing commuters to drive part of the way, but transfer
 to the public transport into the central, the most congested urban areas.





Indeed, tough as the city congestion is, making public transport more comfortable and convenient should help to attract more commuters and alleviate
 the traffic congestion. Governments around the world should exercise their wisdom
 to work out more effective ways, which, I would say, is not easily approachable
 in the foreseeable future.

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Physical punishment is an effective way to correct students’ mistakes. Do you agree or disagree?







Is physical force a justifiable
 method of punishing children? Different people hold different views toward this issue.





Some people might argue on the grounds that corporal punishment, especially spanking
 or similar actions, can be an effective punishment and deterrent
 for children’s misbehaviour.
 If children do not respond seriously to
 verbal warnings or light punishment from teachers or parents, then a short, sharp stimulus, which inflicts
 pain but no lasting damage, is the last resort to cause children to associate
 misbehaviour with
 punishment - a crucial association in their formative period.






It is understandable for those people to think so. However, I tend to think if possible this kind of punishment should be avoided. Instead, the reasons behind children’s mistakes should be figured out in the first place. Actually, what makes children go on the wrong
 track might be the lack of instructions both from parents and teachers and the negative influence (violence and porn) exerted by mass media. Therefore, simply physically punishing them turns out to be a too simplistic
 solution.





Besides, even the power of physical punishment to teach a child the difference between right and wrong is dubious
 ; a child may learn that the adult is displeased, but not know why, causing a state of extreme confusion which makes it less likely for them to analyse
 their behaviour with clarity. Instead, this kind of punishment might provoke resentment
 and further misbehaviour.





Most seriously, no matter how orderly the beating of a child an adult administers, the damage inflicted via corporal punishment can be horrifying. Psychologically speaking, the children will lose trust in
 the adult, they may lose self-respect and they may learn that force is an acceptable factor in human interaction. From the physical perspective, examples can be found of students needing treatment for broken arms, nerve and muscle damage. If physical punishment breeds a shadow on
 children’s mental and physical development, then the least, the best.





In conclusion, effective as the physical punishment is to some extent, it should be the last consideration for correcting students’ mistakes. Instead, more feasible and practical methods should be applied, such as strengthening the communication between parents and children to have a clear perspective of
 what is right and what is wrong and imposing proper censorship on
 media to get rid of
 the harmful contents.

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Should children go to different schools depending on their academic abilities?







Whether students should attend different schools based on their academic abilities has long been a controversial issue. I agree with the view that selective schools are better than mixed ones.





Firstly, selecting students by abilities is the way to make sure they are provided with the best type of education. That is because this way of teaching makes it possible for students to get their different needs met. Children with a talent for
 music or sport, for example, should go to special schools to develop their gifts. Less academic students need a vocational education
 - one that gives them useful skills to prepare them for the workplace. Their potentials, as a result, can be fully cultivated.






Secondly, selective schools get better results. Simply put, all the students are of the similar ability and the teachers can teach to that level, stretching or supporting them as necessary. On the contrary, if students are mixed together without considering the varying academic competence, bright students might be getting bored with
 a slow pace and less able ones will feel left behind.





Those who oppose this kind of teaching might base their arguments on the grounds that although students are different, they are all of equal value and separating them is equal to educational discrimination. This view, however, is fundamentally flawed
 . Nowadays, many countries, especially developing ones, need the best brains it can get to make their countries to be economically and politically powerful, which heavily depends on making the most abilities of
 their citizens. Selective schools do this by allowing bright children from all social backgrounds to get a high quality education, producing more research, engineers and business leaders of the future. Not only is it a key to create an equal society in which one’s ability matters more than how well-off his parents are
 but also a key to make a country avoid being competed out in such a competitive world.





In a word, teaching students according to their academic abilities is far better than mixing them together because it can cater for
 students’ different educational needs and can get better results. Most importantly, it can turn a country into the one which stands out among many others.

The Internet has been around for only about several decades. The debates surrounding its advantages and disadvantages, however, have been no less than those about any great inventions prior to
 it. Although the Internet does generate some benefits, the drawbacks are more obvious and profound.





Admittedly, the Internet has become a major source of information for many people, bringing about some benefits to people’s life and work. For example, it makes it possible for people to work at home, avoiding being irritated by squeezing in
 the crowded and nasty
 commuting buses or trains to and from work.





However, the above-mentioned merits cannot offset
 the drawbacks derived from the widely accessible Internet. Indeed, since the nineties, instant messaging and e-mailing have been used to extract passwords, bank account details or credit card numbers, a trick called phishing
 . Phishers, using professional looking websites and profiles, steal hundreds of thousands of dollars from people, which would never have happened in the absence of
 the Internet.





Besides, people’s privacy is greatly harmed by the Internet because of its anonymity
 . It is not a rarity
 that what many celebrities are doing are exposed in pictures posted by the anonymous paparazi
 . Even worse, it is almost impossible to get those pictures erased from the Internet. Many trageidies, such as the breakup of families, are consequently follow up. The cohesion of families
 and even the stability of society can be inevitably eroded.






Most importantly, many people, especially young ones, are addicted to the Internet - a virtual
 world in essence
 . They spend too much time indoors, browsing
 and being hooked
 on gaming. A sad consequence of this addiction is that they are so used to high speed information by just clicking the mouse that they can no longer appreciate a good book or a nice conversation with family members. By failing to take exercise, their health condition is





also deteriorating, a phenomenon nobody would like to see. In a word, beneficial as the Internet is, its demerits are absolutely apparent. What is really called for is that necessary measures should be taken to minimize those demerits, which is, I would say, a really tough job.

When the PH level in the mouth is kept above 5.5,
acidity is such that teeth are unlikely to be in danger
of decay. Sweet foods, however, cause PH in the
mouth to drop for a time, and the longer PH levels re-
main below 5.5, the greater the opportunity for decay
to occur.
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By comparing fruit, cane and honey, which are all
common ingredients of sweet foods, we find that cane
sugar lowers PH levels for the longest period, thus
producing the greatest risk of the three. Approximate-
ly five minutes after consuming cane sugar, PH levels
drop to as little as PH 3.5. They then begin to rise
slowly, but do not rise above PH 5.5 until at least 30
minutes have elapsed. By contrast, fruit sugar, which
causes the mouth’s acidity to fall to just above PH 4,
poses a danger for a shorter period: tooth decay is un-
likely 20 minutes after consumption. Honey appears
an even less risky substance. Though acidity falls to
about PH 4.75 within five minutes of consumption, it

returns to above PH 5.5 in under 15 minutes.

The implications, then, are that people who insist on
cating sweet foods should be aware of the ingredi-
ents, and that fruit sugar or honey appears preferable

to cane sugar.
