Electronic Education—Flipping the Classroom

A）The 12-year-olds filing into Courtney Cadwell's classroom at Egan Junior High in Los Altos, a leafy suburb of Silicon Valley, each take a white MacBook from a trolley, log on to a website called KhanAcademy.org and begin doing maths exercises. They will not get a lecture from Ms. Cadwell, because they have already viewed, at home, various lectures as video clips on KhanAcademy（given by Salman Khan, its founder）. And Ms. Cadwell, logged in as a“coach”, can see exactly who has watched which. This means that class time is now free for something else: one-on-one instruction by Ms. Cadwell, or what used to be known as tutoring.

B）This reversal of the traditional teaching methods—with lecturing done outside class time and tutoring during it—is what Mr. Khan calls“the flip”. A synonym for flip, of course, is revolution, and this experiment in Los Altos just might lead to one. For although only a handful of classes in this public-school district tried the method in the last school year, many other schools, private and public, are now expressing interest, and the methodology is spreading.

C）If KhanAcademy were merely about those online lectures, of course, it would be in good but large company. Increasingly, teachers, professors and other experts make their talks available online: on iTunes, YouTube or university websites. Some, such as Michael Sandel at Harvard with his philosophy lectures, have become minor celebrities. More and more sites exist purely to spread learning—some free, such as AcademicEarth.org; others not, such as TheGreatCourses.com.

D）Watching lectures online, or on a smartphone or iPad on the go
 （忙碌）, has advantages, as Mr. Khan has discovered from the huge number of comments he gets on his site. Children（or adults, for that matter）need no longer feel ashamed when they have to review part or all of a lecture several times. So they can advance at their own pace. But lectures, whether online or in the flesh, play only a limited role in education. Research shows that the human brain accepts new concepts largely through constant recall while interacting socially. This suggests that good teaching must“de-emphasise lecture and emphasise active problem-solving,”says Carl Wieman, a winner of the Nobel prize in physics and an adviser to Barack Obama.

E）To KhanAcademy's fans, the flip that Mr. Khan advocates helps to do just that. As a tool, KhanAcademy individualises teaching and makes it interactive and fun. Maths“is social now,”says Kami Thordarson, as the 10-year-olds in the 5th-grade class she teaches at Santa Rita Elementary School huddle round their laptops to solve math problems as though they were trading baseball cards or marbles.

F）The system has its critics. First, it may not be much use beyond subjects such as maths and the sciences; KhanAcademy does have a few history offerings, but they are less convincing than the huge number of maths and science ones. Second, even in these subjects KhanAcademy implicitly reinforces the“sit-and-get”philosophy of teaching, thinks Frank Noschese, a high-school physics teacher in New York. That is, it still“teaches to the test”, without necessarily engaging pupils more deeply. Worse, says Mr. Noschese, KhanAcademy's deliberate“gamification
 （游戏化）”of learning—all those cute and addictive“meteorite
 （陨石）badges”—may have the“terrible consequence”of making pupils mechanically repeat lower-level exercises to win awards.

G）The teachers now using KhanAcademy website think that it is meant to be merely one, not the only, teaching tool, and that by freeing up class time it also makes possible other projects that do exactly what Mr. Noschese promotes. In the fifth-grade class at Santa Rita, the children have made a tile floor（requiring fancy maths to estimate sizes, shapes and numbers）. When this correspondent visited, they practised on KhanAcademy but then played SKUNK, a game involving probability
 （概率）.

H）America's standardised tests are now“easy, a floor, not of interest”, says Ms. Thordarson. She feels that the tool thus allows her to teach better and go deeper. But“You have to be more creative and more flexible, which is challenging,”she says. It's not for teachers who“want to turn a page in a book”, adds Kelly Rafferty, the co-teacher. They thereby answer one common misconception about KhanAcademy: that it makes live teachers less relevant. Mr. Khan and the teachers all insist that the opposite is the case. It can liberate a good teacher to become even better. Of course, it can also make it easy for a bad teacher to cop out
 （逃避）.

I）The arrival of a powerful new tool thus does not replace the other necessary element in education reform, the raising of teacher quality. Good teaching is the single biggest variable in educating pupils, bigger than class size, family background or school funding, says Eric Hanushek, an education expert at Stanford University's Hoover Institution. And crucial to having better teachers is evaluating them properly, hiring, firing and promoting on merit.

J）The teachers' unions, however, are fighting all attempts to move away from systems in which pay and employment are linked only to seniority and credentials
 （文凭）. In some places, such as Washington, DC, the reformers have won a few skirmishes
 （小规模战斗）; in others, such as Los Angeles, the unions are digging in for a long war. The core question is how teachers can be evaluated fairly on the basis of exam results or classroom observation（given that some pupils are from educated families, others from poor areas, and so on）.

K）Spend a few minutes playing with the KhanAcademy software of a class in Los Altos, and you see a vision of the future. You can follow the progress of each child—where she started, how she progressed, where she got stuck and“unstuck”. You can also view the progress of the entire class. And you could collect the information of all the classes taught by one teacher, of an entire school or even district, with data covering a whole year.

46. In education reform, the newly-emerged and powerful teaching tool does not take the place of another essential factor—improving teacher quality.

Passage One


Questions 56 to 60 are based on the following passage.


The January fashion show, called FutureFashion, exemplified how far green design has come. Organized by the New York-based nonprofit Earth Pledge, the show inspired many top designers to work with sustainable fabrics for the first time. Several have since made pledges to include organic fabrics in their lines.

The designers who undertake green fashion still face many challenges. Scott Hahn, cofounder with Gregory of Rogan and Loomstate, which uses all-organic cotton, says high-quality sustainable materials can still be tough to find.“Most designers with existing labels are finding there aren't comparable fabrics that can just replace what you're doing and what your customers are used to,”he says. For example, organic cotton and non-organic cotton are virtually indistinguishable once woven into a dress. But some popular synthetics, like stretch nylon, still have few eco-friendly equivalents.

Those who do make the switch are finding they have more support. Last year the influential trade show Designers & Agents stopped charging its participation fee for young green entrepreneurs
 （企业家）who attend its two springtime shows in Los Angeles and New York and gave special recognition to designers whose collections are at least 25% sustainable. It now counts more than 50 green designers, up from fewer than a dozen two years ago. This week Wal-Mart is set to announce a major initiative aimed at helping cotton farmers go organic: it will buy transitional
 （过渡型的）cotton at higher prices, thus helping to expand the supply of a key sustainable material.“Mainstream is about to occur,”says Hahn.

　Some analysts
 （分析师）are less sure. Among consumers, only 18% are even aware that ecofashion exists, up from 6% four years ago. Natalie Hormilla, a fashion writer, is an example of the unconverted consumer. When asked if she owned any sustainable clothes, she replied:“Not that I'm aware of.”Like most consumers, she finds little time to shop, and when she does, she's on the hunt for“cute stuff that isn't too expensive.”By her own admission, green just isn't yet on her mind. But—thanks to the combined efforts of designers, retailers and suppliers—one day it will be.

Scientists have devised a way to determine roughly where a person has lived using a strand
 （缕）of hair, a technique that could help track the movements of criminal suspects or unidentified murder victims.

The method relies on measuring how chemical variations in drinking water show up in people's hair.

“You're what you eat and drink, and that's recorded in your hair,”said Thure Cerling, a geologist at the University of Utah.

While U.S. diet is relatively identical, water supplies vary. The differences result from weather patterns. The chemical composition of rainfall changes slightly as rain clouds move.

Most hydrogen and oxygen atoms in water are stable, but traces of both elements are also present as heavier isotopes
 （同位素）. The heaviest rain falls first. As a result, storms that form over the Pacific deliver heavier water to California than to Utah.

Similar patterns exist throughout the U.S. By measuring the proportion of heavier hydrogen and oxygen isotopes along a strand of hair, scientists can construct a geographic timeline. Each inch of hair corresponds to about two months.

Cerling's team collected tap water samples from 600 cities and constructed a map of the regional differences. They checked the accuracy of the map by testing 200 hair samples collected from 65 barber shops.

They were able to accurately place the hair samples in broad regions roughly corresponding to the movement of rain systems.

“It's not good for pinpointing
 （精确定位）,”Cerling said.“It's good for eliminating many possibilities.”

Todd Park, a local detective, said the method has helped him learn more about an unidentified woman whose skeleton was found near Great Salt Lake.

The woman was 5 feet tall. Police recovered 26 bones, a T-shirt and several strands of hair.

When Park heard about the research, he gave the hair samples to the researchers. Chemical testing showed that over the two years before her death, she moved about every two months.

She stayed in the Northwest, although the test could not be more specific than somewhere between eastern Oregon and western Wyoming.

“It's still a substantial area,”Park said.“But it narrows it way down for me.”

 对话中，当听到女士说要为每个包裹寄一份说明书时，男士说“那太好了”。由此可以看出，男士对于女士给出的解决办法非常满意，即认为该解决方案是理想的，故A项正确。

2. 三项含有表示可能的词（can, may）。

3. 四项都含有表负面意义的词（harm, disease, fight, pollute）。

结论：本题考查they可能带来的负面影响，需要重点听出they的指代对象，并将听音重点放在harm、disease、fight及pollute上。


【解析】
 短文提到，喂养鸟类会给它们带来疾病危险，经常吸引大量的鸟到同一个地方觅食会对它们造成伤害，因为地面上的食物已经被其他鸟的粪便污染了，可见连续在同一个地方喂鸟可能会使它们患病，故B项正确。A、C、D三项文中均未提及，故排除。

18. D


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为动宾短语，可能考查的是某种行为。

2. 四项含有与喂食相关的词汇（place...food on..., feed mixtures, using...food, feeding）。

结论：本题很可能考查与喂食相关的行为。听音重点是warmer spots、feed mixtures、contaminated food和continue the feeding。


【解析】
 短文提到，冬天气温较低，鸟类很难找到天然的食物，对鸟类额外的喂养可以让它们保持温暖和健康。但是一旦开始喂鸟，在冬天结束前都要坚持下去，如果停止，它们可能会饿死。四项中只有D项与这一意思相符，故为正确答案。其他三项文中均未提及，故排除。

1. 四项主语均为she，宾语都涉及him。

2. 四项均含有表示负面意义的词汇（apologize, forgave, broke up, refused）。

结论：本题很可能考查she对him做了什么事，应弄清楚she和him的指代对象，并将听音重点放在apologize、forgave、broke up和refused to answer calls上。

 短文提到，有一次，利奥以必须去为卡车买新电池为理由，在最后一刻取消了与女友的约会。女友很生气，在他道歉之前都拒绝再跟他出去。由此可以推断，A项“他的女友让他道歉”为正确答案。选项B、C、D在文中均未提及，故排除。

【解析】
 本题是细节题。短文提到，上周末，利奥本来答应帮说话人搬家具，但后来还是找借口没有去，故可知D项正确。选项A、B、C在文中均未提及，故排除。

结论：根据选项中的his father和grow up可推断，he指的是孩子。本题很可能考查的是孩子身上存在的不足。听音重点为boasts、be good for nothing、value of things和inherited property。


【解析】
 本题依然是细节题，针对文中的实例进行提问。短文提到，由于孩子拥有一切，当所有的梦想都能实现时，他们无法了解任何事物的价值，四项中只有C项意思与此一致，故为正确答案。其他三项文中均未提及，故排除。

24. D


【解题思路】


1. 四项主语均为she。

2. 两项含有与照顾或抚养孩子相关的词（care, raising children）。

3. 两项为否定句（has no experience, has no time）。

结论：本题考查的内容很可能与she照顾或者不照顾孩子有关，听音重点为get professional care、no experience、show off和has no time。


【解析】
 本题是因果关系题。短文提到，父母由于没有时间，会花钱请人来照顾、关心孩子，紧接着举了阿曼达母亲的例子来说明这种现象，故D项为正确答案。其他三项文中均未提及，故排除。

25. B


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为短语，该题可能以what进行提问。

2. 两项含有与追求或崇拜相关的词（pursuing, worship）。

3. 两项含有与电影或媒体有关的词（Hollywood movies, media）。

结论：本题考查的内容很可能与对某物的追求有关，也可能会涉及电影或媒体方面的情况，听音重点为lifestyle、worship、media和pursuing of perfection。


【解析】
 短文最后提到，好莱坞的孩子在以金钱、美貌和享乐为主宰的环境中过着梦幻的生活，由此可知，对金钱、美貌和享乐的崇拜可能对好莱坞孩子的生活产生消极的影响，故B项正确。其他三项文中均未提及，故排除。

Section C

【听力原文】

Around 120 years ago, Ebbinghaus began his study of memory. He［26］concentrated
 on studying how quickly the human mind can remember［27］information
 . One result of his research is known as the total time hypothesis
 （假设）, which simply means the amount you learn［28］depends on
 the time you spend trying to learn it. This can be taken as our first rule of learning.

Although it is usually true that studying for four hours is better than studying for one, there is still the question of how we should use the four hours. For example, is it better to study for four hours［29］straight
 or to study for one hour a day for four days in a row? The answer, as you may have［30］suspected
 , is that it is better to［31］spread out
 the study times. This phenomenon, through which we can learn more［32］efficiently
 by dividing our practice time, is known as the distribution of practice effect. Thus, our second rule of learning is this: it is better to study fairly［33］briefly
 but often.

But we're not finished yet. We haven't considered how we should study over very short periods of time. Let's say you are trying to learn some new and rather difficult English vocabulary using a stack of cards. Should you look at the same word in rapid［34］succession
 , or look at the word and then have some delay before you look at it again? The answer is it is better to［35］space out
 the presentations of the word you are to learn.

写作能力就像体能训练。写作需要［42］每天都做，就像锻炼身体一样。正如肌肉会随着锻炼变得更加强壮，写作技能也会随着写作练习迅速提高。经过仅仅几周的日记写作练习，我常常会看到学生的自信心增强了，写作方面的［43］表现也有所进步。

在写作中表达自己的想法是我教给学生的最重要的技能之一，这样可以使他们整体得到提高。当我的学生写日记的时候，他们也是在为他们未来的学术、政治和［44］情感生活进行练习。他们培养了写作技能，为的是将来有一天能写出一部巨著、一条非常必要的法律条款，或是完美的情书。他们每天在日记中的写作训练也让他们距流利、雄辩和自如掌控语言［45］更近了一步。

【答案解析】

36. M

语法判断：分析可知，该空位于unless从句中，作谓语动词。由主句的时态可知，此处应用动词的一般现在时态，又因主语为复数形式，故此处应填入动词原形。

语意判断：备选的动词原形有enhance、hinder、require和urge四项。enhance意为“增强”，hinder意为“阻碍”，require意为“要求”，而urge意为“催促”。根据句意，此处表达的是“他们从不写作，除非有作业要求”，故选M。

37. I

语法判断：空格前为find的宾语，后为and difficult，可知本句为find sth.+adj.句型。由and可知，此处应填入与difficult并列的形容词。

语意判断：由difficult可以判断与它并列的形容词也应该表示负面意义，备选的形容词closer、daily、emotional、enormous、painful和sensitive中，只有painful符合语境。

38. F

语法判断：本句破折号后的内容是对前面内容的补充说明，故此处应填入副词。

语意判断：分析可知，English与前句所提到的language为所属关系，把English单独提出来是为了强调。备选的三个副词中，只有especially最合适。

39. E

语法判断：空格前为不定冠词an，后为名词，可知此处应选以元音音素开头的形容词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项只有emotional和enormous。很明显emotional是不能修饰mansion的，故选E。

40. H

语法判断：分析可知，此句缺少主语。空格前为形容词性物主代词，后为系动词is，可知此处应填入名词的单数形式或不可数名词。

语意判断：备选的名词有mission（使命）、performance（表现）、profession（职业）和urge（迫切要求）。根据句意“我知道作为一名老师，我的______就是带他们去参观其余的房间”可知，此处所指的是作为一个老师应该做的事情，与下面一句My task is to...构成并列关系，故只有mission最为符合。

41. D

语法判断：空格前为不定式符号to，故此处应填入动词原形，与其后的the moral and emotional development构成动宾短语。

语意判断：备选的动词原形有enhance、hinder和urge。其中enhance和hinder均可与development构成搭配，但此处想要表达的是增强而非阻碍道德和情感的发展，故只有enhance符合句意。

42. B

语法判断：空格前句子结构完整，故空格处应为句子的修饰成分，可以考虑填入副词。

语意判断：备选的副词只有daily和remarkably。根据句意，此处将写作比作锻炼身体，因此应该是每天都做的事情，故选daily最为合适。

43. J

语法判断：空格前为confidence and，空格后为after引导的时间状语，故此处应填入与confidence相并列的名词。

语意判断：备选的名词有performance和profession。分析句意可知，此处要表达的是学生在自信心和另一方面的提高。通过每天写日记，能够提高的显然只能是学生的表现，而且performance能够与a rise in搭配，故选J。

44. C

语法判断：空格前为academic, political, and，空格后为lives，故此处应填入形容词，与academic和political构成并列，共同修饰lives。

语意判断：备选的形容词closer、emotional和sensitive中，只有emotional符合题意。另外，该空后面的一句话也可以为此处的答案提供线索：great novel对应该句中的academic lives, legislation对应political lives, love letter对应的自然就是emotional lives。

45. A

语法判断：空格前为名词，后为介词，此处应选形容词，作名词的后置定语。

语意判断：在备选的两个形容词closer和sensitive中，只有closer符合题意，与a step搭配表示“更近一步”。

Section B

【参考译文】

电子教育——令课堂教学改头换面

A）伊根初中坐落于硅谷郊外郁郁葱葱的洛斯阿尔托斯，在那里，12岁的孩子们正在排队上考特尼·卡德维尔老师的课程。他们每个人都从手推车里拿出一部白色苹果笔记本电脑，然后登录到KhanAcademy.org网站开始做数学练习题。卡德维尔老师不用再给学生们上课，因为他们在家里已经看过了可汗学院教育网站上的各种授课视频（该网站以其创始人萨尔曼·可汗的名字命名）。卡德维尔老师以“指导教师”的身份登录便可以对哪些同学都看了什么视频课程了如指掌。［49］这就意味着课堂时间可以留作他用：卡德维尔老师可以给学生们作一对一的指导，也就是常说的家教。


B）［53］这种对传统教学方法的颠覆——课下时间授课，课上时间作辅导——创始人可汗先生称之为转变。
 它的近义词当然就叫做革命，而在洛斯阿尔托斯所做的这一教学试验恰恰有可能带来一场革命。虽然上个学年，在这个公立学校校区内只有部分班级试用了这种教学方法，但是很多其他学校，不论是公立学校还是私立学校，都对此表示出了兴趣，这一方法正在普及。

C）当然，如果只提供网络课程，可汗学院能找到一大帮的同行。越来越多的老师、教授和其他专家都在iTunes、YouTube或是大学网站上上传了他们的演讲。一些人已经小有名气，比如哈佛大学麦克尔·桑德尔教授的哲学课程。那些专门提供在线学习的网站也与日俱增，有些是免费的，如AcademicEarth.org网站；其他的则是收费的，如TheGreatCourses.com网站。

D）可汗先生在浏览从他的网站上面获取的海量的评论时发现，忙于用电脑、智能手机或是iPad聆听教学课程有诸多优势。孩子们（其实也包括大人）不必因为要多看几遍整个或部分课程视频而感到没有面子。因此，他们可以按照自己的节奏进展。然而，无论是在网上还是在课堂中，这些课程都只能在教育中发挥有限的作用。［51］研究表明，人脑主要是通过在社会互动中不断唤起回忆来接受新鲜概念。
 这表明高质量的教学必须像诺贝尔物理学奖得主、巴拉克·奥巴马总统的顾问卡尔·威曼说的那样，要“弱化教师授课，强调学生主动解决问题”。

E）对于可汗学院的支持者来说，可汗先生所倡导的转变恰恰有助于做到那一点。［54］作为一个工具，可汗学院使教学变得个性化、互动化并更加有趣。
 卡米·索达尔森说，数学教学“现在俨然成了社交活动”。在她教授的圣丽塔小学五年级课堂上，一群10岁的小学生正挤在他们自己的笔记本电脑旁计算着数学问题，就像是在交换棒球卡或是弹球一样。

F）然而，这种教学模式也招致了一些批评。首先，除了诸如数学和科学这样的学科之外，这种方法鲜有用武之地。比起大量的数学课和科学课，可汗学院网站虽然有一些历史课程，但难以证明这种方法对该学科同样奏效。［47］其次，在纽约的高中物理老师弗兰克·诺谢塞看来，即使对数学和科学这样的学科来说，可汗学院无疑强化了“填鸭式教育”的教学思维。
 也就是说，它还是属于“应试教育”，并没有让学生们触及学科的更深层次。诺谢塞先生还认为，更糟的是，可汗学院有意使学习“游戏化”，这会产生不良后果，比如那些既有趣又让人上瘾的“陨石徽章”会诱使孩子们为了赢得奖励而机械地重复低水平的练习。

G）［52］对此，正在使用可汗学院网站的教师表示反对，他们认为这只是其中一种教学手段，而非唯一的选择，而且由此节省下来的课上时间恰恰可以用于做诺谢塞先生提倡的其他活动。
 圣丽塔学校五年级的学生们制作了瓷砖地板，这项活动要求同学们发挥想象力，巧用数学来计算瓷砖的大小、形状和数量。在记者采访时，孩子们做了可汗学院的网上练习，但随后他们玩起了“臭鼬”游戏，这个游戏涉及概率原理。

H）索达尔森老师认为，如今的美国标准考试“简单、低级又无聊”。她感到运用这种教学方法可以使她提高教学质量并使自己更加深入。但是她表示：“你需要更加具有创造性，更加灵活，这就是挑战。”与她一块任教的凯利·拉弗蒂老师补充说，这种教学方法不适合“照本宣科”的老师。［50］由此，她们反驳了对可汗学院的常见误解：它让现实世界的老师变得无足轻重。
 可汗先生和使用该网站的老师们都坚持认为事实恰恰相反。这种教学方法能使一个好老师摆脱束缚，变得更加优秀。当然，同样也容易使不称职的老师逃避自己的职责。

I）［46］这种强大的新型教学方法不会取代教育改革中的另外一个必要因素——提高师资质量。
 斯坦福大学胡佛学院的教育专家埃里克·汉纳谢克表示，比起班级规模、学生的家庭背景或者校方的资金投入水平，在教育学生方面，好的教学质量是唯一最大变量。［48］想要拥有优秀的教师，关键是要有合理的评价机制，在教师的聘用、解聘和晋升问题上要注意举贤用能。


J）［55］然而，教师工会正在尽一切努力试图抛弃仅凭资历和文凭来确定薪资和人事任用的体系。
 这样的改革在一些地区，比如华盛顿特区，已经取得了一些进展；而在另外一些地区，比如洛杉矶，工会则陷入持久战。［55］核心问题在于，如何通过考试成绩和课堂观摩的方法（考虑到有的孩子出身于书香门第，有的孩子则来自贫困家庭，等等）公正地评价老师的水平。


K）花点时间用可汗学院的教学软件查看洛斯阿尔托斯学校班级的学习情况，你就会发现这种教学方法的前景。你可以跟踪每个学生的学习进度——她从哪里开始、如何进步、遇到什么困难、如何破解难题。你还可以看到整个班级的进步。通过全年的数据统计，你可以掌握一位教师的所有授课班级、全校，甚至整个学区的教育信息。

47. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息a high-school physics teacher、the“sit-and-get”和subjects。文中提及高中物理老师弗兰克·诺谢塞观点的内容出现在F段，该段首句提到，这种教学模式也招致了一些批评。第三句引用了纽约的一名高中物理老师弗兰克·诺谢塞的观点，他认为即使对数学和科学这样的学科来说，可汗学院无疑强化了“填鸭式教育”的教学思维。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为F。

48. I

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息make proper evaluation、promote和based on their merit。文中论及评价、晋升教师的内容出现在I段，该段最后一句提到，想要拥有优秀的教师，关键是要有合理的评价机制，在教师的聘用、解聘和晋升问题上要注意举贤用能。由此可知，题干所述内容与原文含义相一致，故答案为I。

49. A

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息class time和one-on-one teaching。文中论及课堂时间安排的内容出现在A段，该段最后一句指出，这就意味着课堂时间可以留作他用：卡德维尔老师可以给学生们作一对一的指导，也就是常说的家教。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为A。

50. H

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息common misunderstanding about KhanAcademy和reduced the importance of a teacher。文中论及人们对可汗学院教学方法的误解的内容出现在H段，该段第五句提到，由此，她们反驳了对可汗学院的常见误解：它让现实世界的老师变得无足轻重。由此可知，题干内容符合原文所体现的含义，两者信息相匹配，故答案为H。

51. D

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息research、brain和absorbs new ideas。文中论及人脑接受新概念的内容出现在D段，该段倒数第二句提到，研究表明，人脑主要是通过在社会互动中不断唤起回忆来接受新鲜概念。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为D。

52. G

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息KhanAcademy website、teaching tool和Mr. Noschese。文中论及对可汗学院网站观点的内容出现在G段，该段首句提到，对此，正在使用可汗学院网站的教师表示反对，他们认为这只是其中一种教学手段，而非唯一的选择，而且由此节省下来的课上时间恰恰可以用于做诺谢塞先生提倡的其他活动。由此可知，题干与原文含义相符，故答案为G。

53. B

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the flip、revolution、has reversed the tradition和giving lessons in class while tutoring out of class。文中论及转变的定义的内容出现在B段，该段第一句提到，这种对传统教学方法的颠覆——课下时间授课，课上时间作辅导——创始人可汗先生称之为转变。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为B。

54. E

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息teaching、individualized、interactive和interesting。文中论及可汗学院对教学的影响的内容出现在E段，该段第二句提到，作为一个工具，可汗学院使教学变得个性化、互动化并更加有趣。由此可知，题目是对原文的同义转述，故答案为E。

55. J

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息key、a fair system、teachers' pay and employment和evaluating teachers justly。文中论及建立公正的教师薪资和人事任用体系的关键所在的内容出现在J段，该段第一句提到，教师工会正在尽一切努力试图抛弃仅凭资历和文凭来确定薪资和人事任用的体系。而最后一句指出关键的问题在于，如何通过考试成绩和课堂观摩的方法（考虑到有的孩子出身于书香门第，有的孩子则来自贫困家庭，等等）公正地评价老师的水平。由此可知，题干是对原文这两处内容的归纳和提炼，故答案为J。

 去年，颇具影响力的贸易展览会“设计师与代理商”对于参加洛杉矶和纽约两场春季时装展的年轻环保企业家免收入场费，并对至少在25%的系列时装中使用了可持续面料的设计师给予特殊赞誉。目前，环保设计师的人数已经从两年前的不到十二人增加到了50多人。本周，沃尔玛将发起一项重要倡议：它将以更高的价格收购过渡型棉花，从而帮助扩大关键性可持续材料的供应，旨在帮助棉农走上有机生产之路。“主流即将出现，”哈恩说。

57. D

定位：根据题干中的Scott Hahn将答案定位到第二段前两句。

解析：本题问的是：按照斯科特·哈恩的观点，对于即将走环保路线的设计师来说，最大的挑战是什么。文章第二段提到，从事绿色时尚设计的设计师们仍然面临着许多挑战，接着斯科特·哈恩指出高品质的可持续性材料仍然很难找到。由此可知，选项D正确。A、B两项文中未提及。C项具有较强的干扰性，虽然文中出现了类似意思的句子，但消费者很难区分有机棉和非有机棉不是设计者面临的最大挑战，这句话只是用来说明虽然有些材料可以用可持续性材料替代，但是有些还不行，故排除C。

58. D

定位：根据题干中的from Paragraph 3将答案定位到文章第三段。

解析：第三段首句指出，那些确实做出转变的设计师发现他们获得了更多的支持，故本题选D。其他三项文中均未提及。

59. A

定位：根据题干中的Natalie Hormilla将答案定位到最后一段第三句。

解析：文章最后一段提到，纳塔莉·霍尔米拉承认她还没有考虑过绿色环保服装。not on one's mind意为“没有考虑过”，与A项中的not care about属于同义转换，故本题选A。

60. B

定位：本题考查作者的看法。一般来说，作者会在文章开头或结尾表明自己的看法，本题的解题关键就在文章的最后一句话。

解析：文章最后一句话提到，在设计师、零售商和供应商的共同努力下，将来总有一天人们会考虑绿色环保服装的。由此可以推断作者对绿色环保时尚持积极的态度，选项中只有B符合。

 ”

当地的一名警探托德·帕克表示，这一方法已经帮助他了解到有关一位身份不明的女性死者的更多信息，该死者的骨骼在大盐湖区被发现。

这位女性有五英尺高。警方寻回了26块骨头、一件T恤和几缕头发。

听说了这项研究后，帕克把头发样本交给了研究人员。化学测试显示在那位女性死前的两年，她每两个月就会搬一次家。

尽管不能提供更详细的信息，但测试表明，她住在美国的西北部，在俄勒冈东部与怀俄明西部之间的某个地方。

解析：文章第一段第一句提到，科学家们已经发明了一种通过一缕头发大致确定一个人曾在哪里生活过的方法。由此可知，科学家的新发现是一个人的头发可以显示这个人在哪里生活过，故选B。A、D两项文中没有提到，故排除。C项错在过于绝对，文章中并没有说头发分析能够准确辨认出犯罪嫌疑人，只是说这项技术可以帮助追踪犯罪嫌疑人的动向，故排除C。

62. C

定位：根据题干中的Line 1, Para. 3可将答案定位到第三段第一句。

解析：上一段提到，这一方法依赖于测量饮用水中的不同化学成分在人的头发中是如何显现的。本段接着指出，“你所吃所喝的东西造就了现在的你，而它们在你的头发里都有记录”，换句话说，食物和水会在头发里留下痕迹，故选项C正确。

63. B

定位：根据题干中的the rainfall in America's West可将答案定位到第五段第二、三句。

解析：文章提到，最重的雨（含有最重同位素的雨）最先落下，因此，形成自太平洋的暴风雨带给加利福尼亚的雨水比犹他州的更重。比较重的雨先落下，因此形成自太平洋的雨从太平洋向内陆移动时，会把较重的雨降在离太平洋近的地方，越往内陆雨水越轻，故本题选B。根据地理知识也可以得出答案，因为犹他州在加利福尼亚的东部，位于内陆，也就是说雨水越往内陆越轻。

64. A

定位：根据题干中的Cerling's team可将答案定位到第七段第一句。

解析：第七段第一句话指出，瑟林的团队收集了600个城市的自来水样本，绘制了一张显示地区差异的图，故本题选A。

65. C

定位：本题虽然无法精确定位，但根据出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则，可将答案定位到第八段之后。

解析：由于题目问的是瑟林的研究有什么实用价值，故要找到该研究在实践中的应用。文章第十段开始举了一个当地警探实际运用该方法的例子，这个例子证明了该研究可以帮助警方在侦探过程中排除很多其他的可能性，故本题选C。而且文章第九段也提到it is not good for pinpointing...It is good for eliminating many possibilities，其中的it指的就是Cerling's research，即“它并不能精确定位……但它对排除许多其他的可能性很有帮助”，也表明该题的答案是C。

How to Make Peace with Your Workload

A）Swamped
 （忙碌的）, under the gun, just struggling to stay above water...; whatever office cliché you employ to depict it, we've all been in that situation where we feel like we might be swallowed up by our workload. Nonetheless many a way may be used to manage your to-do list to prevent feeling overwhelmed. How to make peace with your workload once and for all goes as follows.

B）Get organized.“Clear the deadwood out of your desk and keep your office in shape, which enhances your capability to handle other tasks and raises the probability that you'll retrieve the items you do need in a faster and easier fashion,”says Jeff Davidson who works as a work/life expert and writer of more than 50 books on workplace issues.“When something can be disposed, let it go, given in reality most of what you retain is replaceable.”Joel Rudy, vice president of operations for Photographic Solutions, with better than thirty years of business management experience, believes that keeping organized is a must.“Messy work areas are nonproductive in some measure. Provided that you can't locate a document or report easily because it's lost in a pile of mess, then you have a problematic situation,”he says.“Thereby you are supposed to take the time to tidy up your work areas and keep your important files, manuals and reports in an accessible location, which will maximize your efficiencies.”

C）Make a to-do list, then cover it up. It may sound weird, but it works, says Jessica Carlson, an account executive at Bluefish Design Studio which is an advertising consulting firm. Carlson urges her team to utilize to-do lists to stay on track and highlight items that are a priority.“Cover up the list, with the exception of one high-priority task at one time,”she suggests.“This will allow you to focus better on the task at hand; otherwise, it will be easy to get overwhelmed if you're reading through a to-do list that spans an entire page. Concentrating on a single item will make your tasks appear like they are more doable,”Carlson says.

D）Stop multitasking. Despite what you may consider multitasking, it's counterproductive. Unless you're drinking coffee while scanning your morning e-mails, you're not saving any time by attempting to do ten things at once.“If you find yourself getting tangled in too many things, it may be of much necessity of you to re-evaluate your involvement,”Rudy says.“Your mind will wander from one topic to another and you may end up never accomplishing a thing.”Rudy recommends the best way to stop multitasking is to create priority lists with deadlines.“When applicable, complete one project before you move further on to the next one,”he says.

E）Set time limits. Deborah Chaddock-Brown, a work-at-home single parent, says she's frequently overwhelmed by the demands of maintaining order in her residence and running her own business. Still, she manages to“do it all”by setting a time limit for each task.“I have the type of personality that flits
 （轻轻地掠过）from thing to thing because I do have so much on my plate,”Brown says.“As a consequence I assign time slots: For the next 15 minutes I will participate in social media for the purpose of marketing my business（not sending photos or playing Farmville）and that is the only thing I am about to do for the next 15 minutes. When the time is up, I move on to the next task. That way, at night I don't end up with a pile of tasks to accomplish even though I felt busy all day.”

F）Talk to your manager.“Quite often, people are working on things that are no longer a top priority, but someone forgot to tell them（that they're no longer important）. There are usually clear priorities in the manager's head; he or she has just not done a great job communicating those with the employee,”says Holly Green, CEO of The Human Factor
 . Green's suggestion unfolds in this manner:“If you find yourself confronted with too many responsibilities, sit down, note the significant things you are in charge of, and go to your manager to have a conversation to discuss priorities, trade-offs, time commitments and interdependencies required to do each thing well, and then ask what you should stop working on or work on less so you can get the right things done.”Green says managers should be willing to help sort out priorities, so long as employees have a can-do approach and aren't just complaining about their workload.

G）Eliminate time wasters.“If interruptions are keeping you from your responsibilities, learn how to deal with them accordingly,”says Eileen Roth, author of Organizing for Dummies
 . Roth proposes the following suggestions to combat disruptions:“Use voice mail to cut down on telephone interruptions, turn off the alert that says‘You've got an e-mail’and give staff members a set time to visit you.”Justin Gramm, president of Globella Buyers Realty, exemplifies Roth's point.“E-mail had been a big time waster for me in the past because it was a constant interruption, causing me to lose focus on the task at hand,”he says. Since determined to check his e-mails only twice a day, Gramm says he has become much more efficient.“If people want to get more work done, they need to stop checking e-mails and get down to business,”he says.

H）Assess your workload before taking on new tasks.“The paradox of today's work environment is that the more you do, the more that's expected of you,”Davidson says. In order to better assess your workload, Davidson suggests asking yourself the following questions before agreeing to undertake new responsibilities: Is the task aligned
 （使一致）with your priorities and goals; Are you likely to be as prone to saying yes to such a request tomorrow or next week; What else could you do that would be more rewarding; What other pressing tasks and responsibilities are you likely to face; Does the other party have options other than you; Will he or she be crushed if you say no?

High-level personnel tend to head in only one direction: outward from America.

The chief reason is that American schools don't tend to seriously consider looking abroad. For example, when the board of the University of Colorado searched for new president, it wanted a leader familiar with the state government, a major source of the university's budget.“We didn't do any global consideration,”says Patricia Hayes, the board's chair. The board ultimately picked Bruce Benson, a 69-year-old Colorado businessman and political activist
 （活动家）who is likely to do well in the main task of modern university presidents: fund-raising. Fund-raising is a distinctively American thing, since U.S. schools rely heavily on donations. The fund-raising ability is largely a product of experience and necessity.

Many European universities, meanwhile, are still mostly dependent on government funding. But government support has failed to keep pace with rising student numbers. The decline in government support has made fund-raising an increasingly necessary ability among administrators, and has hiring committees hungry for Americans.

In the past few years, prominent schools around the world have joined the trend. In 2003, when Cambridge University appointed Alison Richard, another former Yale provost, as its vice-chancellor, the university publicly stressed that in her previous job she had overseen

Of course, fund-raising isn't the only skill outsiders offer.  男士想选计算机编程的课程，女士告诉他必须先学数据处理，故B为正确答案。本题是细节题，关键词data processing在对话中重复出现，听音时应多加注意。

11. C

四项都与时间相关。结合前两题可推测，本题是询问所选课程的时间安排。考查时间的题目，往往选项中的时间在听力原文中都会出现，因此考生应以这些时间为线索，集中精力记录好与其对应的内容。


【解析】
 本题为考查数字的细节题。答案信息较为分散，最初女士提到数据处理课程是Monday evenings...from 7:00 to 9:45。接下来在被问到时长时，又说12 weeks, ...start the first week in September...finish...just before Christmas。整合以上信息可知，答案为C。

 , and if used the right way, can actually be a positive thing.

W: What do you enjoy about the stressful aspects of your job?

M: Having said all that, I do actually enjoy an element of uncertainty. I enjoy a mental challenge. Trading generates a wide range of emotions second by second. How you deal with and manage those emotions dictates short, medium, and long term trading performance and success.

Passage One

【听力原文】

Since early times, people have been fascinated with the idea of life existing somewhere else besides earth.［16］Until recently, scientists believed that life on other planets was just a hopeful dream.
 But now they are beginning to locate places where life could form. In 1997, they saw evidence of planets near other stars like the sun. But scientists now think that life could be even nearer in our own solar system. One place scientists are studying very closely is Europa, a moon of Jupiter.［17］Space probes have provided evidence that Europa has a large ocean under its surface.
 The probes have also made scientists think that under its surface Europa has a rocky core giving off volcanic heat. Water and heat from volcanic activity are two basic conditions needed for life to form. A third is certain basic chemicals such as carbon, oxygen and nitrogen. Scientists believe there might be such chemicals lying at the bottom of Europa's ocean. They may have already created life or may be about to. You may wonder if light is also needed for life to form. Until recently, scientists thought that light was essential. But now, places have been found on earth that are in total blackness such as caves several miles beneath the surface. And bacteria, primitive forms of life, have been seen there.［18］So the lack of light in Europa's sub-surface ocean doesn't automatically rule out life forming.

1. 四个选项陈述四种不同的观点，很可能是对细节提问。

2. 三项含有与太空相关的词汇（planet, moons, Jupiter, outer space）。

3. 两项含有表生命的词（life），一项含有与生命有关的因素（air, water）。

结论：本题考查的内容很可能与外太空的生命有关，让考生根据文章内容在四项陈述中进行判断。


【解析】
 短文中提到，科学家不久前还认为在其他星球上存在生物只是一个充满希望的梦想而已。因此可以推断，C项“（科学家曾经认为）外太空不可能存在生物”为正确答案；文中提到，有证据显示在其他像太阳一样的恒星附近有行星，与A项说法不一致，故排除；B、D两项文中并未提及，属于无中生有，也可排除。

17. C


【解题思路】


1. 四项的主谓语均是it has。

2. 三项含有与地理状况相关的词汇（active volcanoes, atmosphere, ocean）。

结论：本题很可能询问it具有哪些地理特征。听音时要弄清楚具有上述特征的it指的是什么，并重点去听以上关键词，最后根据问题做出进一步判断。


【解析】
 短文中提到，太空探测器发现木卫二的地表下存在着一大片海洋，故C项正确。短文只提到木卫二上有岩核，能释放出火山般的热量，但并未提到有许多活火山，故排除A；也未提到木卫二的大气与地球上的大气一样，排除B；D项属于偷换概念，短文中只提到在地球表面下有黑暗的洞穴，但并未提到木卫二上有洞穴，也可排除。

18. A


【解题思路】


1. 三项含有life。

2. 两项出现表示不必要的短语（not an essential element, not needed for）。

结论：本题可能考查与life有关的细节，让考生判断与生命的存在、形成等有关的因素。应重点听life、light、evolution和oxygen等关键词。


【解析】
 文中提到，科学家在地球的黑暗洞穴里发现了一些生命的原始形式——细菌。由此得出结论：缺少光照并不能理所当然地排除欧罗巴地下海洋孕育生命的可能性。因此可知，A项“光不是它（孕育生命）的必要因素”为正确答案。B、C项在文中均未提及，故排除。文中提到，碳、氧、氮等基本化学物质是孕育生命所需要的基本条件，D项说法与此矛盾，故排除。

Passage Two

【听力原文】

In her early days as an emergency room physician, Dr. Joanna Meyer treated a child who had suffered a second degree burn. After the child had been treated and was being prepared for discharge, Dr. Meyer talked to the parents about how they should care for the child at home. Also listening to her were a half dozen other family members. A few hours later, when she came to say goodbye,［19］the family asked her to settle an argument they'd been having over exactly what advice she had given.
 “As I talked to them, I was amazed,”she said.“All of them had heard the simple instructions I had given just a few hours before, but they had three or four different versions. The most basic details were unclear and confusing. I was surprised, because these were intelligent people.”This episode gave Dr. Meyer her first clue to something every doctor learns sooner or later—most people just don't listen very well.［20］Nowadays, she says she repeats her instructions, and even conducts a reality check with some patients.
 She asks them to tell her what they think they are supposed to do. She also provides take-home sheets which are computer print-outs tailored to the patients' situation. Dr. Meyer's listeners are not unusual. When new or difficult material is presented, almost all listeners are faced with the challenge［21］because human speech lacks the stability and permanence of the printed word.
 Oral communication is fast-moving and impermanent.

结论：由选项特点推测，本题中说话人可能在照顾孩子方面存在疑问。听音时要根据take...home、instructions、take care of、recover等关键词判断出具体的疑问是什么。


【解析】
 短文提到，在烧伤的孩子接受完治疗准备出院之前，Meyer医生告诉他的家属回家后应该怎样照顾他。而几个小时后，家属就因为对医嘱的理解不同而起了争执，向医生核实，故B项正确。A、C、D项文中均未提及，故排除。

20. D


【解题思路】


1. 四项主语均为she。

2. 四项的谓语均带有使动意味（encourage, make, have, ask）。

3. 四项中使动宾语均为them。

结论：本题很可能考查she让them做的具体事情，应重点听出she和them分别指的是谁，并注意相关的关键词（ask questions, write down...instructions, act out, repeat）。


【解析】
 短文提到，Meyer医生说她现在会重复嘱咐病人，甚至还会跟一些病人进行实际核对，要求病人复述他们该怎么做，由此可知D项“她让他们复述他们应该做的事情”为正确答案。A、B、C项在文中均未提及，故排除。

21. A


【解题思路】


1. 四项主语均为it。

2. 四项均含有与文字或交流有关的词汇（printed word, grammatical errors, context, interpersonal communication）。

3. 两项含有负面词汇（lack, errors），一项含有正面词汇（facilitate）。

结论：本题很可能考查it的具体特点，可能是它的不足或优势。应重点听出it的指代对象，并注意听与关键词有关的内容，然后根据问题进行回答。


【解析】
 本题是典型的篇章问题考法，答案往往出现在结尾处。原文中提到“人类的口头语言缺少书面文字的稳定性和持久性”，与A项一致。B、C、D项在文中均未提及，故排除。

Passage Three

【听力原文】

It's logical to suppose that things like good labor relations, good working conditions, good wages and benefits, and job security motivate workers, but one expert, Frederick Hertzberg argued that such conditions do not motivate workers. They are merely satisfiers.［22］Motivators, in contrast, include things such as having a challenging and interesting job, recognition and responsibility.
 ［23］However, even with the development of computers and robotics, there're always plenty of boring, repetitive and mechanical jobs and lots of unskilled people who have to do them.
 So how do managers motivate people in such jobs?［24］One solution is to give them some responsibilities, not as individuals, but as a part of a team.
 For example, some supermarkets combine office stuff, the people who fill the shelves, and the people who work at the check-out into a team, and let them decide what product lines to stock, how to display them and so on. Many people now talk about the importance of a company's shared values or culture with which all the staff can identify, for example, being the best hotel chain, or making the best, the most user-friendly or the most reliable products in a particular field.［25］Such values are more likely to motivate workers than financial targets which ultimately only concern a few people.
 Unfortunately, there's only a limited number of such goals to go around. And by definition, not all the competing companies in an industry can seriously claim to be the best.

22. C


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为名词短语。

2. 四项均含有与工作相关的词汇（job, labor relations, work, wages, benefits）。

结论：本题很可能考查与工作有关的内容。四个短语分别表达了工作的某一方面，听音时要注意听与这些短语相关的内容。


【解析】
 文中Frederick Hertzberg提出，真正对员工起激励作用的东西包括工作本身的挑战性和趣味性，以及工作中的认同感与责任感，由此可知C项正确。其余三项均是令员工感到满意的条件，但不是激励员工的因素，故排除。

23. A


【解题思路】


1. 三项含有will，两项含有表示趋势的词汇（continue to, gradually）。

2. 四项均含有与工作相关的词汇（jobs, manually, workers）。

结论：本题考查的内容很可能与工作的变化趋势有关。应重点听与manually、unskilled workers、computers和enjoyable相关的内容。


【解析】
 短文提到，尽管电脑和机器人技术不断发展，但还是存在无聊的、重复的、机械性的工作需要无技术的工人来完成。A项中的tedious以及manually与之对应。B、C、D项在文中均未提及，故排除。

24. D


【解题思路】


1. 四项均是动宾短语，表示一种行为。

2. 四项均含有表示“他/她们”的词汇（them, their）。

3. 三项含有与工作表现或工作条件相关的词汇（promotion, working conditions, compete, responsibilities, team）。

结论：根据上两题可推断，本题中的them应该指的是workers。而由关键词推知，本题考查的内容很可能与老板如何激励员工或如何改善员工工作表现有关。


【解析】
 文中提到，要激励从事枯燥工作的人，一个方法就是让他们作为团队的一分子承担一定的责任，并举了超市员工的例子加以证明，故D项正确。A、B、C项的内容在文中均未提及，故排除。

25. B


【解题思路】


1. 四项主语均为they。

2. 两项含有与员工相关的词汇（staff, ordinary workers），一项含有与管理者相关的词汇（administrator）。

3. 四项均含有表负面意义的词汇（not bring...benefit, concerns a small number of people only, arbitrarily set, beyond the control of）。

结论：由C项推断，they很可能指公司的制度或政策等，故本题可能考查员工对某些制度或政策的负面评价。应结合选项重点关注表示负面意思的词，再根据提问进行作答。


【解析】
 短文提到，与只涉及小部分人的财务指标相比，建立普遍认同的企业文化和价值观更能激发员工的积极性。由此可知财务指标激励工人的可能性小的原因就是因为其只涉及少数人，故B项正确。A、C、D项的内容在文中均未提及，故排除。

Section C

In the humanities, authors write to inform you in many ways. These methods can be［26］classified
 into three types of informational writing: factual, descriptive, and process.

Factual writing provides［27］background
 information on an author, composer or artist or on a type of music, literature, or art. Examples of factual writing include notes on a book jacket or album cover and longer pieces, such as an article describing a style of music which you might read in a music［28］appreciation
 course. This kind of writing provides a context for your study of the humanities.

As its name［29］implies
 , descriptive writing simply describes, or provides an［30］image
 of, a piece of music, art, or literature. For example, descriptive writing might list the colors an artist used in a painting or the［31］instruments
 a composer included in a musical composition, so as to make pictures or sounds in the reader's mind by［32］calling up
 specific details of the work. Descriptive writing in the humanities,［33］particularly
 in literature, is often mixed with critical writing.

Process writing explains a series of actions that［34］bring about
 a result. It tells the reader how to do something, for example, explaining the technique used to［35］shoot a film
 . This kind of writing is often found in art, where understanding how an artist created a certain effect is important.

Authors may actually use more than one type of technique in a given piece of informational writing.

Section A

【参考译文】

一项新的研究表明，在双职工的家庭中，父亲对孩子语言发展的影响可能比母亲更大。

研究者从11个儿童看护中心［36］征集了92个家庭，并在他们的孩子未满一岁时，对每个家庭进行了采访，以确定其收入、受教育情况和孩子看护计划。总的来说，受访家庭都是受过良好教育的中产家庭，父母都和孩子住在一起。

当孩子两岁时，研究者录制了孩子与父母在家里随意玩耍的过程，也［37］记录了他们所有的语言交流。这项研究将会在《应用发展心理学杂志》11月号上刊登。

科学家测算了每个家庭中父母话语的［38］总数、他们使用的不同单词的数量、他们所说句子的复杂程度，以及他们言语的其他［39］方面。平均来说，父亲说的话比母亲少，但二者所讲话语的长度或提问的比例基本没有差异。

最后，在这些儿童三岁时，研究者使用标准语言测试对他们的语言进行了［40］分析。唯一可以预测在测试中获得高分的因素是母亲的受教育程度、儿童看护的［41］质量以及父亲所用的不同单词的数量。

研究者尚［42］无法确定为什么产生影响的是父亲的话语而非母亲的语言。

“母亲的语言（对孩子的语言发展）确有影响，这是［43］确定的事实，”该研究的第一作者纳迪娅·潘克索法尔说。很可能研究中那些高效能的妈妈们［44］已经对孩子的语言发展产生了很大的影响，潘克索法尔女士说，“也可能是母亲［45］产生影响的方式在这次研究中并未测量到。”

【答案解析】

36. K

语法判断：分析句子主干，可以发现本句缺少谓语动词。根据下文的时态可知，此处应该用一般过去时。

语意判断：符合语法条件的四个选项中，analyzed意为“分析”，established意为“建立，确立”，quoted意为“引用”，recruited意为“招募，征集”。结合句意可知，只有recruited from（从……中征集）符合，故选K。即使不确定recruited的意思，也可根据词意排除其他三个选项。

37. J

语法判断：分析句子主干可知，空格前是一个完整的句子，空格后的名词短语（宾语）不能与主句共用谓语，因此空格处只能是动词的非谓语形式：现在分词短语作伴随状语。

语意判断：符合语法条件的三个选项contributing、describing和recording中，只有recording与主句中的videotaped（给……录像）相对应。另外，根据语境可知，研究者要研究父母对儿童语言发展的影响，必定要对他们的语言交流做记录。

38. L

语法判断：本句句子结构完整，可以把思考范围缩小至空格所在的短语the ______ number of utterance。分析此短语可知，number前面缺的是一个形容词。

语意判断：备选的形容词有total、unconscious和unsure三项。根据句意，只有total符合。

39. C

语法判断：根据上题对本句的判断，可以将思考范围缩小至空格处所在短语other ______ of their speech。分析此短语可知，other后缺少一个名词。

40. B

语法判断：分析句子主干可知，本句缺少过去时态的谓语动词。

语意判断：除去recruited，符合语法条件的选项只剩analyzed、established和quoted三项。根据该句后半句的using a standardized language test可知，只有analyzed符合本句意思。

41. H

语法判断：本题分析与38题和39题类似，即可将思考范围缩小至空格处所在短语the ______ of child care。分析此短语可知，空格处缺少的是一个名词。

语意判断：除去aspects，备选的名词只剩characters和quality两项。根据句意以及空格处所在短语的并列短语the mother's level of education、the number of different words the father used可知，该处需要的是一个与level和number并列的、能够决定测试分数高低的“标准”，且为单数形式，故quality符合。character意为“特征”，并不能成为一种判断标准。

42. N

语法判断：本句空格前为句子主语和be动词，空格后为宾语从句。由此可知，本句要么是谓语结构不完整，要么是主系表结构，故需填入一个动词的分词形式或形容词。

语意判断：剩下的词中，符合语法条件的选项为：动词现在分词contributing、describing；动词过去分词established、quoted；形容词unconscious、unsure。由于空格后是why引导的具有选择意味的从句，所以只有unsure（不确定）符合语境。而unconscious意为“无意识的，失去知觉的”，不能用来形容研究人员对某一研究问题的态度。

43. G

语法判断：分析句子结构可知，本句情况与42题所在句子一样，需填入动词的分词形式或形容词。

语意判断：在剩下的分词和形容词中，只有established（确定的、证实的）符合句意。

44. A

语法判断：本句句子结构完整，had had构成谓语动词的过去完成时形式，空格前后的两个had分别是过去完成时的助动词和动词过去分词，二者之间只能填入副词。

语意判断：备选的副词只有already和yet。这两个副词都可以表示“已经”，但前者用在肯定句中，常与完成时连用，后者常用于否定句或疑问句中，一般用在句尾。故选already。

45. E

语法判断：此处空格前为be动词，空格后为表方式的介词短语，可知本句的谓语动词不完整。因此，空格处可填现在分词或过去分词构成完整的谓语。

语意判断：剩余的选项中，符合语法条件的只有contributing、describing和quoted。根据句意和语境可知，本句的大意是，也可能母亲起作用的方式在本次研究中并未测量到。因此，只有contributing符合。

 ”卡尔森说。

D）不要同时进行多项任务。不管你会如何看待同时处理多项任务这种工作方式，它确实会产生相反的效果。除非你是一边喝咖啡一边浏览早上的邮件，否则就不要一心多用，因为你根本无法通过一次做十件事来节省时间。“如果你发现自己有太多的事情要处理，那么就很有必要重新评估一下你所参与的工作，”鲁迪说。“因为你的脑子会一直在多个问题或工作之间来回转换，最终很有可能什么事情都完成不了。”［53］鲁迪建议，停止同时进行多项任务的最佳方法就是创建一个优先级工作列表，且每项工作都规定好最后期限。

47. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词employees和managers、complain about their workload。文章段落中，论及抱怨工作量以及员工和经理之间关系的内容在F段出现，该段末句提到，只要员工有积极进取的态度而不只是抱怨工作量，经理们应该乐于帮助员工梳理工作的优先次序。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为F。题干中的as long as和原文中的so long as对应，题干中的decide what to do first和原文中的sort out priorities对应。

48. E

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词messy work areas、nonproductive和you are supposed to。文章段落中，论及杂乱的工作区影响工作效率以及保持办公区域整洁的内容在B段出现，该段第五句提到，杂乱的工作区在某种程度上会影响工作效率。该段末句提到，因此，你应该花些时间来整理一下自己的办公区域，把重要的文件、手册和报告都放在随手可取的位置，这样可以在最大程度上提高你的工作效率。由此可知，题干是对原文部分内容的归纳总结，故答案为B。题干中的to some extent和原文中的in some measure对应，题干中的at hand和原文中的in an accessible location对应。

解析：本题问的是作者为什么对米歇尔·奥巴马产生了浓厚的兴趣。文章第一段指出，作为非裔女性，她不仅关注米歇尔能为这个国家做什么，还关注她能为广大非裔美国女性做什么。接着，作者提到，可能成为第一夫人的米歇尔将吸引全世界的目光，人们将有机会近距离亲眼看到他们向来视而不见的非裔美国女性。由这两句话可知，作者关注米歇尔是因为她将展现给世界一个全新的非裔美国女性形象，故本题选C。文章中并没有提到米歇尔是美国黑人女性的榜样，也没有提到米歇尔具有很多优点或者对非裔美国女性的利益更加关注，故A、B、D三项均可排除。

57. B

定位：根据题干中的stereotype将答案定位到文章第二段。

解析：本题问的是在人们心中，非裔美国女性的模式化形象是什么样的，属于细节题。文章第二段第二句由the prevailing theory引出了人们对非裔美国女性的看法——坏脾气、单身母亲、留不住丈夫、酗酒、爱翻白眼、性欲过度等，由此可知B项正确。选项A、C、D中所描述的内容文中均未提及，故排除。

58. D

定位：根据题干中的blogs将答案定位到文章最后一段第二句话。

解析：本题问的是很多非裔美国女性在博客中写了什么，这也是一道细节题。最后一段第二句话指出，“很多非裔美国女性的博客中都写到，她们很想看看米歇尔将给白宫带来什么——主要是向全世界展示一个黑人女性也可以支持她的丈夫并且支撑一个稳固的黑人家庭”，故本题选D。

59. C

定位：根据题干中的Michelle、First Lady以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则将答案定位到文章最后一段。

解析：本题问的是作者如何评价作为第一夫人的米歇尔·奥巴马，考查的是作者的观点。最后一段倒数第二句话说出了作者的观点：米歇尔将不得不努力去取悦所有人，这是一项不可能完成的任务，故C项正确。其他三项文中均未提及。

60. A

定位：根据题干中的many African-American women以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则将答案定位到文章最后一段最后一句话。

解析：本题问的是许多非裔美国女性希望米歇尔·奥巴马做什么。文章最后一段最后一句话指出“但是对很多像我一样的非裔美国女性来说，她的一点点沉着、自信和智慧都将在很大程度上改变长久以来人们心中黑人女性的形象”，也就是说，她们希望米歇尔能改变人们对她们的普遍看法，故A项正确。

Passage Two

 筹集资金是美国特有的产物，因为美国高校极其依赖捐款。筹集资金的能力在很大程度上是经验和需求的产物。

［63］与此同时，许多欧洲大学仍在很大程度上依赖政府拨款，但是政府的支持并没有跟上学生人数日益增长的步伐。
 政府支持的减少使得筹集资金的能力日渐成为管理者必备的能力，因此招聘委员会极度渴望聘用美国人。

在过去的几年中，世界各地的名校也都有了这样的趋势。2003年，剑桥大学聘请了耶鲁大学的另一位前教务长艾利森·理查德担任副校长，［64］并公开强调，艾利森在她之前的工作中确保“耶鲁大学的财政状况得到了极大的巩固”。


当然，筹集资金并不是外聘者带来的唯一技能。教育全球化意味着越来越多的高校将要寻找具有某种国际化经验的校长，以促进国际项目的发展并吸引国际学生群体。［65］外国人还会以全新的视角来看待现有的运作方式。

62. B

定位：根据题干中的chief consideration和American universities将答案定位到第三段。

解析：本题问的是美国高校聘请高等管理人员时主要考虑什么方面。文章第三段主要讲了美国不从国外聘请管理人员的原因。一方面是因为美国高校的主要预算来源于州政府，所以校长要熟悉州政府。另一方面是因为现在高校校长的主要任务是筹款，所以美国高校在聘请高层管理者时主要考虑候选人的筹款能力，故选B。其他三项文中均未提及。

63. D

定位：根据题干中的European universities可将答案定位到第四段。

解析：第四段第一句话指出“许多欧洲大学仍在很大程度上依赖政府拨款，但是政府的支持并没有跟上学生人数日益增长的步伐”，故D项正确。其他三项文中均未提及。

64. A

定位：根据题干中的Alison Richard可将答案定位到第五段。

解析：本题问的是剑桥大学聘请艾利森·理查德担任副校长主要是因为什么，这是一道原因题。文章第五段中虽然没有明确出现because, as, since, so, therefore等词，但如果理解了第五段的内容，选出正确答案还是不难的。第五段指出，剑桥大学聘请了Alison Richard做副校长，并强调她在之前的工作中使耶鲁大学的财政状况得到巩固，由此可见，剑桥大学聘请她主要是因为她对财政做出的贡献，故选A。

65. C

定位：根据题干中的administrators from abroad和contribute to将答案定位到最后一段。

解析：文章最后一段指出了来自国外的管理者能给学校带来哪些贡献。除了筹集资金外，他们还能促进国际项目的发展、吸引国际学生并能用全新的视角看待现有的运作方式。只有C项与原文相符，其他三项文中均未提及，故选C。

Beauty and Body Image in the Media

A）Images of female bodies are everywhere. Women—and their body parts—sell everything from food to cars. Popular film and television actresses are becoming younger, taller and thinner. Some have even been known to faint on the set from lack of food. Women's magazines are full of articles urging that if they can just lose those last twenty pounds, they'll have it all—the perfect marriage, loving children, great sex, and a rewarding career.

B）Why are standards of beauty being imposed on women, the majority of whom are naturally larger and more mature than any of the models? The roots, some analysts say, are economic. By presenting an ideal difficult to achieve and maintain, the cosmetic and diet product industries are assured of growth and profits. And it's no accident that youth is increasingly promoted, along with thinness, as an essential criterion of beauty. If not all women need to lose weight, for sure they're all aging, says the Quebec Action Network for Women's Health in its 2001 report. And, according to the industry, age is a disaster that needs to be dealt with.

C）The stakes are huge. On the one hand, women who are insecure about their bodies are more likely to buy beauty products, new clothes, and diet aids. It is estimated that the diet industry alone is worth anywhere between 40 to 100 billion（U.S.）a year selling temporary weight loss（90% to 95% of dieters regain the lost weight）. On the other hand, research indicates that exposure to images of thin, young, air-brushed female bodies is linked to depression, loss of self-esteem and the development of unhealthy eating habits in women and girls.

D）The American research group Anorexia Nervosa & Related Eating Disorders, Inc. says that one out of every four college-aged women uses unhealthy methods of weight control—including fasting, skipping meals, excessive exercise, laxative
 （泻药）abuse, and self-induced vomiting. The pressure to be thin is also affecting young girls: the Canadian Women's Health Network warns that weight control measures are now being taken by girls as young as 5 and 6. American statistics are similar. Several studies, such as one conducted by Marika Tiggemann and Levina Clark in 2006 titled“Appearance Culture in 9- to 12-Year-Old Girls: Media and Peer Influences on Body Dissatisfaction,”indicate that nearly half of all preadolescent girls wish to be thinner, and as a result have engaged in a diet or are aware of the concept of dieting. In 2003, Teen
 magazine reported that 35 percent of girls 6 to 12 years old have been on at least one diet, and that 50 to 70 percent of normal weight girls believe they are overweight. Overall research indicates that 90% of women are dissatisfied with their appearance in some way. Media activist Jean Kilbourne concludes that,“Women are sold to the diet industry by the magazines we read and the television programs we watch, almost all of which make us feel anxious about our weight.”

E）Perhaps the most disturbing is the fact that media images of female beauty are unattainable for all but a very small number of women. Researchers generating a computer model of a woman with Barbie-doll proportions, for example, found that her back would be too weak to support the weight of her upper body, and her body would be too narrow to contain more than half a liver and a few centimeters of bowel. A real woman built that way would suffer from chronic diarrhea
 （慢性腹泻）and eventually die from malnutrition. Jill Barad, President of Mattel（which manufactures Barbie）, estimated that 99% of girls aged 3 to 10 years old own at least one Barbie doll. Still, the number of real life women and girls who seek a similarly underweight body is epidemic, and they can suffer equally devastating health consequences. In 2006 it was estimated that up to 450, 000 Canadian women were affected by an eating disorder.

F）Researchers report that women's magazines have ten and one-half times more ads and articles promoting weight loss than men's magazines do, and over three-quarters of the covers of women's magazines include at least one message about how to change a woman's bodily appearance—by diet, exercise or cosmetic surgery. Television and movies reinforce the importance of a thin body as a measure of a woman's worth. Canadian researcher Gregory Fouts reports that over three-quarters of the female characters in TV situation comedies are underweight, and only one in twenty are above average in size. Heavier actresses tend to receive negative comments from male characters about their bodies（“How about wearing a sack?”）, and 80 percent of these negative comments are followed by canned audience laughter.

G）There have been efforts in the magazine industry to buck
 （抵制，反抗）the trend. For several years the Quebec magazine Coup de Pouce
 has consistently included full-sized women in their fashion pages and Châtelaine
 has pledged not to touch up photos and not to include models less than 25 years of age. In Madrid, one of the world's biggest fashion capitals, ultra-thin models were banned from the runway in 2006. Furthermore Spain has recently undergone a project with the aim to standardize clothing sizes through using a unique process in which a laser beam is used to measure real life women's bodies in order to find the most true to life measurement.

H）Another issue is the representation of ethnically diverse women in the media. A 2008 study conducted by Juanita Covert and Travis Dixon titled“A Changing View: Representation and Effects of the Portrayal of Women of Color in Mainstream Women's Magazines”found that although there was an increase in the representation of women of colour, overall white women were overrepresented in mainstream women's magazines from 1999 to 2004.

I）The barrage of messages about thinness, dieting and beauty tells“ordinary”women that they are always in need of adjustment—and that the female body is an object to be perfected. Jean Kilbourne argues that the overwhelming presence of media images of painfully thin women means that real women's bodies have become invisible in the mass media. The real tragedy, Kilbourne concludes, is that many women internalize these stereotypes, and judge themselves by the beauty industry's standards. Women learn to compare themselves to other women, and to compete with them for male attention. This focus on beauty and desirability“effectively destroys any awareness and action that might help to change that climate.”

You never see them, but they're with you every time you fly. They record where you're going, how fast you're traveling and whether everything on your airplane is functioning normally. Their ability to withstand almost any disaster makes them seem like something out of a comic book. They're known as the black box.

When planes fall from the sky, as a Yemeni airliner did on its way to the Comoros Islands in the Indian Ocean June 30, 2009, the black box is the best bet for identifying what went wrong. So when a French submarine
 （潜水艇）detected the device's homing signal five days later, the discovery marked a huge step toward determining the cause of a tragedy in which 152 passengers were killed.

In 1958, Australian scientist David Warren developed a flight-memory recorder that would track basic information like altitude and direction. That was the first model for a black box, which became a requirement on all U.S. commercial flights by 1960. Early models often failed to withstand crashes, however, so in 1965 the device was completely redesigned and moved to the rear of the plane—the area least subject to impact—from its original position in the landing wells
 （起落架舱）. That same year, the Federal Aviation Authority required that the boxes, which were never actually black, be painted orange or yellow to aid visibility.

Modern airplanes have two black boxes: a voice recorder, which tracks pilots' conversations, and a flight-data recorder, which monitors fuel levels, engine noises and other operating functions that help investigators reconstruct the aircraft's final moments. Placed in an insulated
 （隔绝的）case and surrounded by quarter-inch-thick panels of stainless steel, the boxes can withstand massive force and temperatures up to 2,000℉. When submerged, they're also able to emit signals from depths of 20,000 ft. Experts believe the boxes from Air France Flight 447, which crashed near Brazil on June 1, 2009, are in water nearly that deep, but statistics say they're still likely to turn up. In the approximately 20 deep-sea crashes over the past 30 years, only one plane's black boxes were never recovered.

The $11 billion self-help industry is built on the idea that you should turn negative thoughts like“I never do anything right”into positive ones like“I can succeed.”But was positive thinking advocate Norman Vincent Peale right? Is there power in positive thinking?

Researchers in Canada just published a study in the journal Psychological Science
 that says trying to get people to think more positively can actually have the opposite effect: it can simply highlight how unhappy they are.

The study's authors, Joanne Wood and John Lee of the University of Waterloo and Elaine Perunovic of the University of New Brunswick, begin by citing older research showing that when people get feedback which they believe is overly positive, they actually feel worse, not better. If you tell your dim friend that he has the potential of an Einstein, you're just underlining his faults. In one 1990s experiment, a team including psychologist Joel Cooper of Princeton asked participants to write essays opposing funding for the disabled. When the essayists were later praised for their sympathy, they felt even worse about what they had written.

In this experiment, Wood, Lee and Perunovic measured 68 students' self-esteem. The participants were then asked to write down their thoughts and feelings for four minutes. Every 15 seconds, one group of students heard a bell. When it rang, they were supposed to tell themselves,“I am lovable.”

Those with low self-esteem didn't feel better after the forced self-affirmation. In fact, their moods turned significantly darker than those of members of the control group, who weren't urged to think positive thoughts.

The paper provides support for newer forms of psychotherapy
 （心理治疗）that urge people to accept their negative thoughts and feelings rather than fight them. In the fighting, we not only often fail but can make things worse. Meditation
 （静思）techniques, in contrast, can teach people to put their shortcomings into a larger, more realistic perspective. Call it the power of negative thinking.

C）其间的利害关系是巨大的。一方面，对自己身材缺乏自信的女性更有可能去购买美容产品、新衣服，或者进行食疗。据估计，仅减肥行业一年的短期减肥（90%-95%的减肥者体重会反弹）套餐销售额就达到了400亿-1000亿美元。［48］另一方面，研究表明，接触这种年轻苗条、妆容美丽的女性形象与女性的抑郁、缺乏自信和不健康饮食习惯的养成有关。


D）美国神经性厌食症和相关饮食失调症公司的研究小组声称，四分之一的高校女生使用不健康的方法来控制体重，如禁食、节食、过度运动、滥用泻药、自行催吐等。想要变瘦的压力也影响到了未成年女孩：加拿大女性健康网提醒人们说，目前连五六岁的小女孩都开始控制体重。美国也有类似的统计结果。玛丽卡·蒂格曼和勒维纳·克拉克在2006年进行了一项名为“9-12岁女孩的外表文化：媒体和同伴对身材不满意度的影响”的研究，该研究以及其他一些研究结果都显示，接近半数还没有进入青春期的女孩都希望自己更瘦，因而开始节食或是有了节食的概念。2003年，［46］《青少年》杂志报道称，在6-12岁的女孩当中，有35%的人至少进行过一次减肥，有50%-70%体重正常的女孩认为自己超重。
 总体调查表明，90%的女性在某种程度上都对自己的外表不满意。媒体行动主义者琼·基尔伯恩的结论是：“我们所阅读的杂志和收看的电视节目把女性卖给了减肥行业，因为几乎所有杂志和节目都使我们对自己的体重担忧。”

E）或许最令人不安的是，媒体所宣传的这种美丽形象除了极少数女性之外，对其他人来说都是遥不可及的。例如，研究人员按照芭比娃娃的身材比例开发出了一个女性计算机模型，结果发现这个模型的背部根本无力支撑她上身的重量，而且她的身体狭窄到只能容纳半个肝脏和几厘米的肠道。［53］如果一个女人的身材真是那样的话，她将会患上慢性腹泻并最终死于营养不良。
 生产芭比娃娃的美泰公司总裁吉尔·巴拉德估计，99%年龄在3-10岁之间的女孩至少拥有一个芭比娃娃。尽管如此，现实生活当中追求类似超瘦身材的女人和女孩都大有人在，而她们的健康也可能会遭受同等程度的损害。2006年的一项统计显示，多达45万名加拿大女性患有饮食失调症。

F）［50］研究人员公布说，女性杂志上宣传减肥的广告和文章所占的比重比男性杂志高10.5倍，超过四分之三的女性杂志封面至少包含了一条关于如何改变女性体貌的信息——诸如节食、运动或是整容手术。
 电视和电影也强化了身材纤瘦的重要性，把这当作衡量女性价值的一个标准。加拿大研究人员格雷戈里·福茨在报告中指出，电视情景喜剧中体重过轻的女性角色超过75%，而只有5%的女性角色超过平均体重。而这些超重的女演员往往会因为身材问题而遭到男性角色的负面评价（如“穿条麻袋如何？”），且这些负面评价中的80%，随后都会响起预先录制好的观众笑声。

G）［54］杂志业有人正在努力抵制这种潮流。几年来魁北克杂志Coup de Pouce
 坚持在其时尚页面上刊登正常身材的女性形象；
 Châtelaine
 杂志也承诺不对照片进行修饰以及不采用25岁以下模特的照片。全球最大的时尚都市之一马德里在2006年就开始禁止过瘦的模特在T台上走秀。此外，西班牙近来实施了一项计划，旨在通过采用独特的程序来使服装尺寸标准化，该程序采用激光束来测量现实生活中女性的身材以找到服装尺寸的真实参照。

H）另一个问题就是不同种族的女性形象在媒体中的曝光率。2008年，朱厄妮塔·科弗特和特拉维斯·迪克逊进行了一项名为“发展中的观念：主流女性杂志中有色人种女性形象的体现与影响”的研究。［47］该研究发现，虽然1999-2004年间杂志中出现的有色人种的女性形象在数量上有所增加，但是从整体来看，白人女性还是占据了主流女性杂志的多数篇幅。


I）与纤瘦、减肥和美丽有关的信息轰炸告诉“普通”女性：她们永远需要改变自己——而身材就是一个有待完善的对象。琼·基尔伯恩认为，过于纤瘦的女性形象在媒体中大量出现意味着真实的女性身材形象已经很难出现在大众媒体上。基尔伯恩总结道，真正的悲剧是许多女性接受了这些被认为是美丽的刻板形象，并用美丽行业的标准来评判自己；她们学会拿自己和其他女人比较，并学会了与她们竞争来吸引男性的注意力。［52］这种对于美丽和性感的关注“事实上摧毁了任何可能有助于改变这种风气的意识和行动”。


【答案解析】

46. D

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词Teen
 magazine、50% to 70%和normal weight。文章段落中，《青少年》杂志以及百分比50%到70%的内容在D段出现，该段倒数第三句提到，《青少年》杂志报道称，在6-12岁的女孩当中，有35%的人至少进行过一次减肥，有50%-70%体重正常的女孩认为自己超重。由此可知，题干是对该句部分内容的同义转述，故答案为D。题干中的need to lose weight与原文中的are overweight对应。

47. H

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词for 6 years、white women和occupying much more space。文章段落中，提及白人女性在主流女性杂志所占比例的内容在H段出现，该段最后一句提到，该研究发现，虽然1999-2004年间杂志中出现的有色人种的女性形象在数量上有所增加，但是从整体来看，白人女性还是占据了主流女性杂志的多数篇幅。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为H。题干中的occupying much more space对应原文中的overrepresented。

48. C

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词depression and unhealthy eating habits、being exposed to和thin and young bodies。文章段落中，C段提到了抑郁、不健康的饮食习惯以及接触年轻苗条的女性形象的内容，该段最后一句提到，另一方面，研究表明，接触这种年轻苗条、妆容美丽的女性形象与女性的抑郁、缺乏自信和不健康的饮食习惯有关。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为C。题干中的are related to对应原文中的is linked to, being exposed to对应原文中的exposure to。

49. B

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词boost和the cosmetic and the diet industries。文章段落中，只有B段提到了化妆品和减肥产品行业的发展，该段第三句提到，通过呈现一个难以达到和保持的理想身材，化妆品和减肥产品行业必然能够得到发展并获得利润。由本文标题及全文所展示的内容可知这种呈现方式就是通过大众媒体实现的。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为B。

50. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词at least one message和more than three-quarters。文章段落中，提到女性杂志封面提供如何改变女性体貌的的内容在F段出现，该段首句提到，研究人员公布说，女性杂志上宣传减肥的广告和文章所占的比重比男性杂志高10.5倍，超过四分之三的女性杂志封面至少包含了一条关于如何改变女性体貌的信息——诸如节食、运动或是整容手术。由此可知，题干对该句后半句内容做了概括，故答案为F。题干中的methods for women to change their bodily appearance是对原文中how to change a woman's bodily appearance—by diet, exercise or cosmetic surgery的概括。

51. A

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词film and television actresses和faint。文章段落中，A段提到了女演员以及晕倒的内容，该段第三句提到，有些女演员甚至因为吃得太少而在拍摄现场昏倒。由此可见，题干对原文做了同义改写，故答案为A。题干中的due to eating too little和原文中的from lack of food对应。

52. I

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词too much concern和change such abnormal trend。文章段落中，提及对外表的过度关注的内容在I段出现，该段最后一句提到，这种对于美丽和性感的关注“事实上摧毁了任何可能有助于改变这种风气的意识和行动”。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为I。题干中的too much concern on appearance对应原文中的focus on beauty and desirability。

53. E

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词Barbie-doll proportions和die from malnutrition。文章段落中，只有E段提到了芭比娃娃，该段第三句提到，如果一个女人的身材真是那样（有着芭比娃娃的身材比例）的话，她将会患上慢性腹泻并最终死于营养不良。由此可知，题干对原文做了同义改写，故答案为E。

54. G

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词The Quebec magazine Coup de Pouce
 和consistently including full-sized women。文章段落中，提及魁北克杂志Coup de Pouce
 坚持刊登正常身材的女性形象的内容在G段出现，该段前两句提到，杂志业有人正在努力抵制这种潮流。几年来魁北克杂志Coup de Pouce
 坚持在其时尚页面上刊登正常身材的女性形象。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为G。题干中的resists对应原文中的buck（抵制，反抗）。

55. B

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词fundamental reason、standards of beauty和economic profits。文章段落中，论及将美丽的标准强加到女性身上的根本原因的内容在B段出现，该段前两句提到，为什么会把美丽的标准强加到女性身上，而大多数女性生来就比模特要胖要成熟？一些分析家认为，根源在于经济利益。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为B。题干中的fundamental reason和原文中的roots对应。

 并从最初的起落架舱被移到了飞机的尾部——这一区域最不易遭受冲撞。同年，［59］美国联邦航空管理局要求将实际上从来不是黑色的黑匣子漆成橙色或黄色，使它更容易被看见。

 在过去30年大约20架坠入深海的飞机中，仅有一架飞机的黑匣子没有找到。

【答案解析】

56. D

定位：本题考查有关黑匣子的细节描述。黑匣子是本文的主题，虽然很难界定本题的出题范围，但根据出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则，答案应在文章前部。

解析：文章首句与选项D构成同义替换，“你……每次乘飞机时，它们（黑匣子）都和你在一起”即表示黑匣子是飞机上不可或缺的设备。A项对应文章第二句，黑匣子的功能是记录（record）飞机的状况是否正常，而不是保证（ensure）飞机正常飞行。B项对应第一段最后两句，文中提到comic book是为了强调黑匣子承受撞击的能力，而不是讲其来源。C项也对应第一段最后两句，黑匣子可以承受（withstand）撞击，但是不能防止（ward off）撞击，C选项在考查信息定位的同时，还考查了对ward off这一词组的掌握。

57. A

定位：根据题干中的Yemeni airliner将答案定位到文章第二段第一句话。

解析：本题问的是，通过也门客机上的黑匣子可以知道什么信息。原文第二段第一句话指出，像一架也门客机坠入印度洋时那样，飞机坠毁时黑匣子是找到故障出在何处的最好方法。A项中的analyzing the cause of the crash与原文中的identifying what went wrong是同义转述，故正确。

58. C

定位：根据题干中的in 1965将答案定位到文章第三段第三句话。

解析：本题问的是为什么黑匣子被重新设计了，这是一道原因题。解答这类问题，考生要找到定位点前后的because, so, therefore, as a result等词，这些词前后的句子是解题的关键。原文中so前面的句子给出了问题的答案，“但是，早期的型号往往无法经受冲撞，因此在1965年，黑匣子被彻底重新设计”，故本题选C。

59. C

定位：根据题干中的Federal Aviation Authority将答案定位到文章第三段最后一句话。

解析：本题问的是为什么将黑匣子漆成橙色或黄色，这也是一道原因题。但是，此处定位句前后并没有引导原因或者结果从句的连词，这时候考生要特别注意定位句中是否有to、in order to或so as to等引导的目的状语，通常目的状语就是解题的关键。本题中的“to aid visibility”就是答案所在。其中visibility意为“可见性”，也就是说，将黑匣子漆成橙色或黄色是为了让它们更容易辨认，故选C。其他三项文中均未提及，故排除。

60. A

定位：根据题干中的Air France Flight 447将答案定位到文章最后一段倒数第二句话。

解析：本题问的是关于法航447航班的黑匣子我们知道什么，这是一道细节题。文章最后一段倒数第二句话指出“法航447航班上的黑匣子在水中的位置就接近这一深度（2万英尺），但统计资料显示它们仍有可能被找到”，故A项正确。B项和C项文中并未提到。文中只说法航447航班在巴西附近坠毁，但并没有说黑匣子已经毁坏，故D项错误。

 在20世纪90年代的一个实验中，由普林顿大学心理学家乔尔·库珀等人组成的研究小组要求参与者写文章来反对为残疾人提供资金。之后当研究人员称赞这些参与者有同情心时，他们对自己写的文章感觉甚至更糟。

在这个实验中，伍德、李和佩鲁诺维奇测试了68名学生的自尊心。参与者被要求写下他们在四分钟内的想法和感觉。每15秒钟，有一组学生会听到一次铃声。当铃声响起时，他们就要告诉自己“我很可爱”。

［64］在被迫进行自我肯定后，那些自尊心不强的学生并没有感觉更好。事实上，与那些对照组中没有被敦促要积极思考的学生相比，他们的情绪变得低落得多。


这个研究报告支持了形式更加新颖的心理疗法，这些新疗法鼓励人们接受自己的消极思想和感受，而不是与其抗争。因为与其抗争我们不仅会失败，而且会把事情弄得更糟。相反，［65］静思法能够教人们从更广、更现实的角度去认识自己的缺点。这便是消极思想的力量。

62. A

定位：根据题干中的Canadian researchers将答案定位到第二段。

解析：本题问的是加拿大研究员们有什么发现，这也是一道细节题。文章第二段指出，加拿大研究员们发表的一篇研究报告指出，试图让人们更加积极地思考实际上会适得其反：这样做只会更加凸显他们有多么不快乐，由此可见他们的研究发现积极思考弊大于利，故A项正确。其他几项均不是加拿大研究员们的发现，故排除。

63. C

定位：题干中已给出定位信息“第三段第四行”。

解析：本题问的是文中一句话的意思。回答此类问题时，一般要根据上下文来进行推测。这句话是条件状语从句的主句，意思是“如果你对一个比较迟钝的朋友说他有成为爱因斯坦的潜质，你只是在强调他的缺点。”从这句话可以看出，强调这个朋友的缺点就是强调朋友不聪明的事实，故C正确。

64. C

定位：根据题干中的Wood, Lee and Perunovic将答案定位到第四、五段。

解析：文章第四、五段指出，伍德、李和佩鲁诺维奇测试了68名学生的自尊心。结果表明在自我肯定之后，自尊心不强的学生并没有感觉更好；与那些没有被要求积极思考的人相比，他们的情绪更加低落，因此C项“强迫一个人用积极的方式思考会打击其自尊心”正确。

65. B

定位：根据题干中的the last paragraph将答案定位到最后一段。

解析：文章最后一段指出，新的心理疗法让人们接受消极的思想和感受；静思可以使人们从更广、更现实的角度去认识自己的缺点。由此可见静思是心理治疗的一个好方法，故B正确。A、C两项文中均未提及。D项表述不准确，文中只说静思会让人们认识到缺点，并没有提到静思会让人们避免犯错。

Media Selection for Advertisements

A）After determining the target audience for a product or service, advertising agencies must select the appropriate media for the advertisement. We discuss here the major types of media used in advertising. We focus our attention on seven types of advertising: television, newspapers, radio, magazines, out-of-home, Internet, and direct mail.


Television


B）Television is an attractive medium for advertising because it delivers mass audiences to advertisers. When you consider that nearly three out of four Americans have seen the game show Who Wants to Be a Millionaire
 ? you can understand the power of television to communicate with a large audience. When advertisers create a brand, for example, they want to impress consumers with the brand and its image. Television provides an ideal vehicle for this type of communication. But television is an expensive medium, and not all advertisers can afford to use it.

C）Television's influence on advertising is fourfold. First, narrowcasting means that television channels are seen by an increasingly narrow segment of the audience. The Golf Channel, for instance, is watched by people who play golf. Home and Garden Television is seen by those interested in household improvement projects. Thus, audiences are smaller and more homogeneous
 （具有共同特点的）than they have been in the past. Second, there is an increase in the number of television channels available to viewers, and thus, advertisers. This has also resulted in an increase in the sheer number of advertisements to which audiences are exposed. Third, digital recording devices allow audience members more control over which commercials they watch. Fourth, control over programming is being passed from the networks to local cable operators and satellite programmers.


Newspapers


D）After television, the medium attracting the next largest annual ad revenue is newspapers. The New York Times
 , which reaches a national audience, accounts for $1 billion in ad revenue annually. It has increased its national circulation
 （发行量）by 40% and is now available for home delivery in 168 cities. Locally, newspapers are the largest advertising medium. Newspapers are a less expensive advertising medium than television and provide a way for advertisers to communicate a longer, more detailed message to their audience than they can through television. Given new production techniques, advertisements can be printed in newspapers in about 48 hours, meaning newspapers are also a quick way of getting the message out. Newspapers are often the most important form of news for a local community, and they develop a high degree of loyalty from local readers.


Radio


E）Advertising on radio continues to grow. Radio is often used in conjunction with outdoor billboards
 （广告牌）and the Internet to reach even more customers than television. Advertisers are likely to use radio because it is a less expensive medium than television, which means advertisers can afford to repeat their ads often. Internet companies are also turning to radio advertising. Radio provides a way for advertisers to communicate with audience members all times of the day. Consumers listen to radio on their way to school or work, at work, on the way home, and in the evening hours. Two major changes—satellite and Internet radio—will force radio advertisers to adapt their methods. Both of these radio forms allow listeners to tune in stations that are more distant than the local stations they could receive in the past. As a result, radio will increasingly attract target audiences who live many miles apart.


Magazines


F）Newsweeklies, women's titles, and business magazines have all seen increases in advertising because they attract the high-end market. Magazines are popular with advertisers because of the narrow market that they deliver. A broadcast medium such as network television attracts all types of audience members, but magazine audiences are more homogeneous. If you read Sports Illustrated
 , for example, you have much in common with the magazine's other readers. Advertisers see magazines as an efficient way of reaching target audience members. Advertisers using the print media—magazines and newspapers—will need to adapt to two main changes. First, the Internet will bring larger audiences to local newspapers. These audiences will be more diverse and geographically dispersed
 （分散）than in the past. Second, advertisers will have to understand how to use an increasing number of magazines for their target audiences. Although some magazines will maintain national audiences, a large number of magazines will entertain narrower audiences.


Out-of-home advertising


G）Out-of-home advertising, also called place-based advertising, has become an increasingly effective way of reaching consumers, who are more active than ever before. Many consumers today do not sit at home and watch television. Using billboards, newsstands, and bus shelters for advertising is an effective way of reaching these on-the-go consumers. More consumers travel longer distances to and from work, which also makes out-of-home advertising effective. Technology has changed the nature of the billboard business, making it a more effective medium than in the past. Using digital printing, billboard companies can print a billboard in 2 hours, compared with 6 days previously. This allows advertisers more variety in the types of messages they create because they can change their messages more quickly.


Internet


H）As consumers become more comfortable with online shopping, advertisers will seek to reach this market. As consumers get more of their news and information from the Internet, the ability of television and radio to get the word out to consumers will decrease. The challenge to Internet advertisers is to create ads that audience members remember. Internet advertising will play a more prominent role in organizations' advertising in the near future. Internet audiences tend to be quite homogeneous, but small. Advertisers will have to adjust their methods to reach these audiences and will have to adapt their persuasive strategies to the online medium as well.


Direct mail


I）A final advertising medium is direct mail, which uses mailings to consumers to communicate a client's message. Direct mail includes newsletters, postcards, and special promotions. Direct mail is an effective way to build relationships with consumers. For many businesses, direct mail is the most effective form of advertising.

It is pretty much a one-way street. While it may be common for university researchers to try their luck in the commercial world, there is very little traffic in the opposite direction. Pay has always been the biggest deterrent, as people with families often feel they cannot afford the drop in salary when moving to a university job. For some industrial scientists, however, the attractions of academia

Helen Lee took a 70% cut in salary when she moved from a senior post in Abbott Laboratories to a medical department at the University of Cambridge. Some areas of inquiry have few prospects of a commercial return, and Lee's is one of them.

The impact of a salary cut is probably less severe for a scientist in the early stages of a career. Guy Grant, now a research associate at the Unilever Centre for Molecular Informatics at the University of Cambridge, spent two years working for a pharmaceutical
 （制药的）company before returning to university as a post-doctoral researcher. He took a 30% salary cut but felt it worthwhile for the greater intellectual opportunities.

Higher up the ladder, where a pay cut is usually more significant, the demand for scientists with a wealth of experience in industry is forcing universities to make the transition
 （转换）to academia more attractive, according to Lee. Industrial scientists tend to receive training that academics do not, such as how to build a multidisciplinary team, manage budgets and negotiate contracts. They are also well placed to bring something extra to the teaching side of an academic role that will help students get a job when they graduate, says Lee, perhaps experience in manufacturing practice or product development.“Only a small number of undergraduates will continue in an academic career. So someone leaving university who already has the skills needed to work in an industrial lab has far more potential in the job market than someone who has spent all their time on a narrow research project.”

Being sociable looks like a good way to add years to your life. Relationships with family, friends, neighbours, even pets, will all do the trick, but the biggest longevity
 （长寿）boost seems to come from marriage or an equivalent relationship. The effect was first noted in 1858 by William Farr, who wrote that widows and widowers
 （鳏夫）were at a much higher risk of dying than their married peers. Studies since then suggest that marriage could add as much as seven years to a man's life and two to a woman's. The effect holds for all causes of death, whether illness, accident or self-harm.

Even if the odds are stacked against you, marriage can more than compensate. Linda Waite of the University of Chicago has found that a married older man with heart disease can expect to live nearly four years longer than an unmarried man with a healthy heart. Likewise, a married man who smokes more than a pack a day is likely to live as long as a divorced man who doesn't smoke. There's a flip side, however, as partners are more likely to become ill or die in the couple of years following their spouse's death, and caring for a spouse with mental disorder can leave you with some of the same severe problems. Even so, the odds favour marriage. In a 30-year study of more than 10,000 people, Nicholas Christakis of Harvard Medical School describes how all kinds of social networks have similar effects.

So how does it work? The effects are complex, affected by socio-economic factors, health-service provision, emotional support and other more physiological
 （生理的）mechanisms. For example, social contact can boost development of the brain and immune system, leading to better health and less chance of depression later in life. People in supportive relationships may handle stress better. Then there are the psychological benefits of a supportive partner.

A life partner, children and good friends are all recommended if you aim to live to 100. The ultimate social network is still being mapped out, but Christakis says:“People are interconnected, so their health is interconnected.”

One of the greatest heartbreaks for firefighters occurs when they fail to rescue a child from a burning building because the child, frightened by smoke and noise, hides under a bed or in a closet and is later found dead. Saddest of all is［16］when children catch a glimpse of the masked firefighter but hide because they think they have seen a monster.
 To prevent such tragedies, firefighter［17］Eric Velez gives talks to children in his community, explaining that they should never hide during a fire. He displays firefighters' equipment, including the oxygen mask, which he encourages his listeners to play with and put on.

But it's a fact that informative speaking saves lives. For example, several months after listening to an informative speech,［18］Pete Gentry in North Carolina rescued his brother who was choking on food, by using the method taught by student speaker, Julie Paris.
 ［19］In addition to saving lives, informative speakers help people learn new skills, solve problems and acquire fascinating facts about the exciting world in which they live.

2. 两项含有teaches，两项含有children。

3. 三项含有与火灾有关的词（put out fires, during a fire, oxygen masks）。

结论：本题考查he的行为，可能与教小孩火灾自救知识有关。听音重点为travels、teaches children、teaches Spanish、provides oxygen masks等。


【解析】
 本文介绍了埃里克·维莱斯给社区里的孩子讲解消防知识，告诉他们火灾来临时不应躲藏，并让孩子们认识和试戴消防装备，故选B。A项put out fire是埃里克·维莱斯的工作，本文并没有说他到美国各地去救火，故排除。文中提到，在旧金山长大的维莱斯跟他的移民父母学会了西班牙语，他经常用英语和西班牙语进行演讲，但并未提到他在旧金山社区里教授西班牙语，也未提到他免费为孩子们发放氧气罩，故排除C和D。

 短文后半部分举了一个例子，说明了埃里克·维莱斯给孩子们讲解急救知识所带来的影响。用他演讲中教授的方法，北卡罗来纳州的皮特·金特里救了因噎着食物差点窒息的弟弟，故本题选A。

19. D

 四个选项的内容关联度不高，分别提到了firefighters、kids、carelessness和informative speeches，可推测该题是对文章主旨的考查。


【解析】
 短文用两个例子证明了教育性演讲能够在危难时刻挽救人们的生命。虽然短文最后也提到了教育性演讲的其他好处，但主要还是说它能挽救生命，故本题选D。

 It may never come. Retirement can be a great time for some people. For others, it is a time of boredom, loneliness and poor health.

【参考译文】

广告媒体的选择

A）在确定了一种产品或服务的受众后，广告公司必须为广告选择合适的媒体。在这里我们要讨论用于广告投放的几种主要媒体。我们主要关注以下七种广告：电视、报纸、广播、杂志、户外广告、互联网和直邮。


电视


B）［52］对于广告而言，电视是一种具有吸引力的媒体，因为它能为广告客户带来大量观众。
 当想到几乎四分之三的美国人都看过电视游戏节目《谁想成为百万富翁？》，你就会明白电视对于广大观众的巨大传播影响力了。［51］比如，每当广告客户推出一个品牌时，他们希望这个品牌及其形象能给消费者留下深刻的印象。电视则是达到这一传播目的的理想途径。
 但是，电视是一种昂贵的媒体，并不是所有的广告客户都能负担得起。

C）电视对于广告的影响有四个方面。第一，小范围播放意味着对于特定的电视频道来说，其观众群越来越窄。比如说，看高尔夫频道的观众是那些打高尔夫的人，居家与花园频道只有那些对改善居家环境感兴趣的人收看。因此，与以前相比，观众更少了，并且他们更倾向于具有共同的特点与爱好。第二，观众可收看的频道更多了，所以，对于广告客户而言，选择也更多了。这使得观众能看到的广告的绝对数量也在增加。［48］第三，数字录制设备让观众对他们所收看的广告拥有更多的选择权。
 第四，节目安排的控制权正在从网络转往地方有线电视经营者和卫星电视程序设计者。


报纸


D）报纸是继电视之后广告年收益第二高的媒体。在全国范围内发行的《纽约时报》每年的广告收益达十亿美元。其全国发行量增加了40%，目前在168个城市提供上门投递服务。在地方，报纸是最大的广告媒体。［46］比起电视，报纸是一种相对便宜的广告媒体，并且，它给广告客户提供了一种比电视来说可以给受众传达更长、更详细的信息的途径。
 有了新的生产技术，广告可以在大约48小时内印刷在报纸上，这也意味着报纸是一种快速发布和传递信息的途径。对于一个社区来说，报纸往往是最重要的新闻媒体，在当地读者中有很高的忠诚度。


广播电台


E）广告在持续增长。［47］电台广告经常和户外广告牌以及互联网共同使用，以覆盖比电视更多的受众。
 广告客户很可能会在电台打广告，因为它是一种比电视便宜的媒体，这意味着广告客户能够承担经常重复播放广告的费用。网络公司也开始转向打电台广告。电台为广告客户提供了一种可以全天候与受众交流信息的途径。消费者可以随时随地听广播：在上学或上班的路上，在工作的时候，在回家的途中，在晚间。［55］两种主要的变化——卫星广播和网络广播——将迫使电台的广告客户调整他们的方法。这两种广播形式都能让听众收听到比本地电台距离更远的电台。
 如此一来，电台广播将吸引越来越多生活在更远地区的目标听众。


杂志


F）新闻周刊、女性读物以及商业杂志中的广告都在增加，因为它们吸引的是高端市场。杂志受广告客户青睐是因为它们发行的市场较窄。［50］广播媒体，比如网络电视，吸引的是各种类型的观众，但是杂志的读者群有着更多的共同特点。
 比如，如果你是《体育画报》的读者，那么，你和该杂志的其他读者就会有许多相同之处。广告客户把杂志视为赢得目标读者的有效途径。使用印刷媒体——杂志和报纸——的广告客户需要适应两大变化。首先，互联网会给地方报纸带来更多的读者。与以往相比，这些读者的构成会更加多样化，在地理分布上会更加分散。其次，广告客户还要明白该如何使用越来越多的杂志把信息传达给目标受众。虽然有些杂志会继续在全国范围内拥有广泛的读者群，但是很多杂志只会针对范围更窄的读者群。


户外广告


G）户外广告，也被称为场地广告，在吸引比以往更积极主动的消费者方面，它已经成为越来越有效的方式。如今许多消费者并不会坐在家里看电视。利用广告牌、报刊亭和公交车候车亭做广告是一种接触流动消费者的有效途径。［49］越来越多的消费者上下班的通勤距离比过去要长，这也使得户外广告很有效。

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息out-of-home advertising、become effective和consumers travel longer distances to commute。文中论述户外广告的内容出现在G段，该段第四句提到，越来越多的消费者上下班的通勤距离比过去要长，这也使得户外广告很有效。由此可见，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为G。

50. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息a broadcast medium、attracts all kinds of audiences、magazines和those who have something in common。文中论及杂志读者特点的内容出现在F段，该段第三句提到，像网络电视这样的广播媒体吸引的是各种类型的观众，但是杂志的读者群有着更多的共同特点。文中的homogeneous意为“同种类的，同一类的”，由此可见，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为F。

51. B

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息television and radio、promote products through advertisements和learn more news and information from the Internet。文中论及互联网广告的内容出现在H段，该段第二句提到，随着消费者从互联网上得到的信息越来越多，电视和电台广播传播信息的能力将会减弱。根据上下文可知，此处“传播信息”主要指的是用广告推销产品，由此可见，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为H。

55. E

解析：本题问作者想通过第一段第一句话中的“单行道”表达什么意思。单由第一句话“这几乎是一条单行道”是得不出答案的，必须结合第二句的内容才可推断出答案。第二句说道，“尽管大学的研究人员到商界碰运气的情况可能很常见，但相反的情况却不常见”，而“单行道”本来就指“只能从一个方向向另一个方向行进，反之则不行”，文中显然是用“单行道”来指大学研究人员会投身商界，但产业科学家却很少愿意回学校教书这一现象。由此可知，答案应为C。选项D“几乎没有大学教授愿意做产业研究”和原文表达的意思相反，故排除。选项A和B文中并没有提及，故排除。

57. A

定位：由题干中的Line 3, Para. 1可将答案定位到第一段第三句。

解析：本题问deterrent一词在文中最可能指什么，同样要根据上下文对其进行推断。deterrent一词所在句的意思是“工资问题一直都是最大的deterrent，因为如果回大学任职，拖家带口的人常常会觉得无法承受工资上的落差”。既然无法接受工资上的落差，那么工资问题应该是他们不愿意重回学校教书的阻碍，结合选项可知，正确答案为A，deterrent是“阻止某人采取行动”的事物。deterrent一词意为“妨碍物”，如果考生认识这个词的话本题就会很容易。

58. B

定位：根据题干信息词Helen Lee's major consideration将答案定位到第二段第二句。

解析：本题问当海伦·李在职业生涯中期换工作时，她的主要考虑是什么。第二段第二句指出，海伦·李之所以在职业生涯中期重返学术界，主要是因为她在学校里有更大的自由来选择研究课题。这表明她是因为研究兴趣而换的工作，故本题选B。

59. D

定位：根据题干信息词Guy Grant将答案定位到文章第三段第二至三句。

解析：本题问盖伊·格兰特选择在剑桥大学当研究员是为了什么。第三段第二至三句都是在讲盖伊·格兰特的情况。第三段第二句指出盖伊·格兰特现在在剑桥大学当助理研究员。第三句指出，“虽然现在的工资比之前少了30%，但他认为这是值得的，因为他拥有了更多施展才智的机会”。所以他去剑桥大学当研究员是为了更好地发挥自己的才智，这与选项D所述一致，故答案为D。A项明显不正确，因为文中多次提到，回到学校会使工资有所减少。选项B和C文中没有提到，故排除。

60. A

定位：根据题干信息词industrial scientists以及题目顺序基本与行文顺序一致的原则可将答案定位到文章末段Lee的观点处。

解析：本题问产业科学家在大学教书能为学校做出什么贡献。在文章最后一段，李提到了industrial scientists到大学任职后的主要贡献，即“他们给教学带来了一些额外的东西——可能是生产实践和产品研发过程中的经验等，而这些将对学生毕业后找工作有帮助”，结合选项可知，选项A正确。其他三项文中均未提及，故排除。

解析：本题问威廉·法尔的研究以及其他研究表明了什么。文章第一段首先指出，最有效的增寿之法似乎是婚姻或与其类似的关系，接着提到1858年，威廉·法尔首先发现了这一作用：“他在文章中指出，与已婚夫妇相比，寡妇和鳏夫的死亡风险更高。之后的研究还表明，婚姻能使男性寿命延长七年的时间，能使女性寿命延长两年。”由此可知，威廉·法尔的研究以及其他研究表明婚姻可以延长一个人的寿命，故本题选D。选项A错在文中并没有提到社交生活能够有效治愈疾病；选项B错在文中只提到“乐于交际似乎是增加寿命的好方法”，并没有说乐于交际能提高生活质量；选项C与文章内容正好相反，均排除。

62. B

定位：根据题干信息词Linda Waite's studies将答案定位到文章第二段。

解析：本题问琳达·韦特的研究支持什么观点。文章第二段第一句提到，婚姻能大大弥补不利情况，之后又说琳达·韦特发现，患有心脏病的已婚老年男士会比未婚、没有心脏病的男士多活将近四年的时间。同样，每天抽烟超过一包的已婚男士，也可能与那些不吸烟的离婚男士寿命相当。由此可知，琳达·韦特的研究表明婚姻能够弥补身体的不健康，故本题选B。选项B中的make up for与原文中的compensate属于同义替换。A、C、D三项文中均未提及，故排除。

63. A

定位：根据题干信息词Line 4-5, Para. 2将答案定位到文章第二段第四句。

解析：本题属于猜测词义题，要根据上下文的意思进行判断。在flip side之后，有一个however，由此可知，此句的意思应与前文相反。flip side之后提到“当配偶去世后，另一方在随后的几年里得病或去世的几率更高；照料患有精神疾病的配偶也可能导致另一方患上同样严重的精神问题”，这明显是婚姻带来的不利影响，由此可知答案为A。flip side的原意是“唱片的另一面”，在本文中指代婚姻的不利因素。

64. A

定位：根据题干信息词social networks将答案定位到文章第二段最后一句。

解析：本题问关于“社会关系网”，作者说了什么。第二段最后一句提到，“哈佛大学医学院的尼古拉斯·查里斯塔基斯用30年的时间对一万多人进行了研究，并记下了各种社会关系网如何发挥着与此类似的功效”，此处的“与此类似的功效”就是指与婚姻类似的功效，因为第二段前面一直在讲婚姻的作用，由此可知选项A为正确答案。

65. B

定位：根据题干信息词the last paragraph将答案定位到文章最后一段。

解析：本题问由最后一段我们可以推断出什么，需要通读并理解最后一段。最后一段首先指出，“如果你想活到100岁，那么建议你拥有人生伴侣、孩子以及好朋友。”接着又说“‘人与人之间是彼此关联的，因此其健康也彼此相关’”，而且整篇文章都是在阐述社会关系网会延长人的寿命，最后一段正是在总结这一主旨，故选项B“一个人要保持健康，就必须拥有一个合适的社会关系网”为正确答案。

Highways

A）Early in the 20th century, most of the streets and roads in the U.S. were made of dirt, brick, and cedar wood blocks. Built for the horse, carriage, and foot traffic, they were usually poorly cared for and too narrow to accommodate
 （容纳）automobiles.

B）With the increase in auto production, private turnpike
 （收费公路）companies under local authorities began to spring up, and by 1921 there were 387,000 miles of paved roads. Many were built using specifications of 19th century Scottish engineers Thomas Telford and John MacAdam（for whom the macadam surface is named）, whose specifications stressed the importance of adequate drainage. Beyond that, there were no national standards for size, weight restrictions, or commercial signs. During World War I, roads throughout the country were nearly destroyed by the weight of trucks. When General Eisenhower returned from Germany in 1919, after serving in the U.S. Army's first transcontinental motor convoy
 （车队）, he noted,“The old convoy had started me thinking about good, two-lane highways, but Germany's Autobahn or motorway had made me see the wisdom of broader ribbons across the land.”

C）It would take another war before the federal government would act on a national highway system. During World War II, a tremendous increase in trucks and new roads were required. The war demonstrated how critical highways were to the defense effort. Thirteen percent of defense plants received all their supplies by truck, and almost all other plants shipped more than half of their products by vehicle. The war also revealed that local control of highways had led to a confusing variety of design standards. Even federal and state highways did not follow basic standards. Some states allowed trucks up to 36,000 pounds, while others restricted anything over 7,000 pounds. A government study recommended a national highway system of 33,920 miles, and Congress soon passed the Federal-Aid Highway Act of 1944, which called for strict, centrally controlled design criteria.

D）The interstate highway system was finally launched in 1956 and has been hailed as one of the greatest public works projects of the century. To build its 44,000-mile web of highways, bridges and tunnels, hundreds of unique engineering designs and solutions had to be worked out. Consider the many geographic features of the country: mountains, steep grades, wetlands, rivers, deserts, and plains. Variables included the slope of the land, the ability of the pavement to support the load, the intensity of road use, and the nature of the underlying soil. Urban areas were another problem. Innovative designs of roadways, tunnels, bridges, overpasses, and interchanges that could run through or bypass urban areas soon began to weave their way across the country, forever altering the face of America.

E）Long-span, segmented-concrete, cable-stayed bridges such as Hale Boggs in Louisiana and the Sunshine Skyway in Florida, and remarkable tunnels like Fort McHenry in Maryland and Mt. Baker in Washington, met many of the nation's physical challenges. Traffic control systems and methods of construction developed under the interstate program soon influenced highway construction around the world, and were invaluable in improving the condition of urban streets and traffic patterns.

F）Today, the interstate system links every major city in the U.S., and the U.S. with Canada and Mexico. Built with safety in mind, the highways have wide lanes and shoulders, dividing medians or barriers, long entry and exit lanes, curves engineered for safe turns, and limited access. The death rate on highways is half that of all other U.S. roads（0.86 deaths per 100 million passenger miles compared to 1.99 deaths per 100 million on all other roads）.

G）By opening the North American continent, highways have enabled consumer goods and services to reach people in remote and rural areas of the country, spurred the growth of suburbs, and provided people with greater options in terms of jobs, access to cultural programs, health care, and other benefits. Above all, the interstate system provides individuals with what they cherish most: personal freedom of mobility.

H）The interstate system has been an essential element of the nation's economic growth in terms of shipping and job creation: more than 75 percent of the nation's freight deliveries arrive by truck; and most products that arrive by rail or air use interstates for the last leg of the journey by vehicle. Not only has the highway system affected the American economy by providing shipping routes, it has led to the growth of spin-off industries like service stations, motels, restaurants, and shopping centers. It has allowed the relocation of manufacturing plants and other industries from urban areas to rural.

I）By the end of the century there was an immense network of paved roads, residential streets, expressways, and freeways built to support millions of vehicles. The highway system was officially renamed for Eisenhower to honor his vision and leadership. The year construction began he said:“Together, the united forces of our communication and transportation systems are dynamic elements in the very name we bear—United States. Without them, we would be a mere alliance of many separate parts.”

Recent reports found that lodging with a student of a different race may decrease prejudice and compel students to engage in more ethnically diverse friendships.

An Ohio State University study also found that black students living with a white roommate saw higher academic success throughout their college careers. Researchers believe this may be caused by social pressure.

In a New York Times
 article, Sam Boakye—the only black student on his freshman year floor—said that“if you're surrounded by whites, you have something to prove.”

Researchers also observed problems resulting from pairing interracial students in residences.

According to two recent studies, randomly assigned roommates of different races are more likely to experience conflicts so strained that one roommate will move out.

An Indiana University study found that interracial roommates were three times as likely as two white roommates to no longer live together by the end of the semester.

Grace Kao, a professor at Penn said she was not surprised by the findings.“This may be the first time that some of these students have interacted, and lived, with someone of a different race,”she said.

At Penn, students are not asked to indicate race when applying for housing.

“One of the great things about freshman housing is that, with some exceptions, the process throws you together randomly,”said Undergraduate Assembly chairman Alec Webley.“This is the definition of integration.”

“I've experienced roommate conflicts between interracial students that have both broken down stereotypes and reinforced stereotypes,”said one Penn resident advisor（RA）. The RA of two years added that while some conflicts“provided more multicultural acceptance and melding
 （融合）,”there were also“jarring cultural confrontations.”

The RA said that these conflicts have also occurred among roommates of the same race.

Kao said she cautions against forming any generalizations based on any one of the studies, noting that more background characteristics of the students need to be studied and explained.

Questions 61 to 65 are based on the following passage.


Global warming is causing more than 300,000 deaths and about $125 billion in economic losses each year, according to a report by the Global Humanitarian Forum, an organization led by Kofi Annan, the former United Nations secretary general.

The report, to be released Friday, analyzed data and existing studies of health, disaster, population and economic trends. It found that human-influenced climate change was raising the global death rates from illnesses including malnutrition
 （营养不良）and heat-related health problems.

But even before its release, the report drew criticism from some experts on climate and risk, who questioned its methods and conclusions.

Along with the deaths, the report said that the lives of 325 million people, primarily in poor countries, were being seriously affected by climate change. It projected that the number would double by 2030.

Roger Pielke Jr., a political scientist at the University of Colorado, Boulder, who studies disaster trends, said the Forum's report was“a methodological embarrassment”because there was no way to distinguish deaths or economic losses related to human-driven global warming amid the much larger losses resulting from the growth in populations and economic development in vulnerable
 （易受伤害的）regions. Dr. Pielke said that“climate change is an important problem requiring our utmost attention.”But the report, he said,“will harm the cause for action on both climate change and disasters because it is so deeply flawed
 （有瑕疵的）.”

However, Soren Andreasen, a social scientist at Dalberg Global Development Partners who supervised the writing of the report, defended it, saying that it was clear that the numbers were rough estimates. He said the report was aimed at world leaders, who will meet in Copenhagen in December to negotiate a new international climate treaty.

In a press release describing the report, Mr. Annan stressed the need for the negotiations to focus on increasing the flow of money from rich to poor regions to help reduce their vulnerability to climate hazards while still curbing the emissions of the heat-trapping gases. More than 90% of the human and economic losses from climate change are occurring in poor countries, according to the report.

1. 四项主语均为he，两项提到了his wife。

2. 三项含有与饭店相关的词（restaurants, a cook and a waiter, a cook and two local waitresses）。

3. 两项含有与辛苦工作相关的词（did everything by themselves, worked both as a cook and a waiter）。

结论：本题考查的内容可能与男士和妻子在创立饭店时所付出的辛苦劳动有关。


【解析】
 当女士问饭店是怎样开始运作时，男士说最初只是一个小餐馆，自己烹饪所有的菜，妻子则当服务员。由此可知，在男士事业刚开始的时候，所有的事情都是他和妻子两个人做，故B项正确。

1. 四项均以he开头。

2. 四项提到了几种不同形式的广告（hardly needs to do any advertising, advertises...on radio and in newspapers, TV commercials, distribute ads）。

结论：本题可能考查男士在经营饭店的过程中所采取的广告手段。


【解析】
 当问到关于广告宣传的问题时，男士说自己不采取电视广告的形式，因为价格太贵，但是会在广播中和当地报纸上做很多广告。由此可知，B项正确。

15. B


【听前预测】


1. 四项均为名词短语。

2. 四项均为饭店的某方面因素（location, atmosphere, food variety, food price）。

结论：该题考查饭店的某方面信息，可能询问饭店的特色或者饭店受欢迎的原因。


【解析】
 当女士问男士饭店为何如此成功时，男士说他总是尽可能为顾客提供最新鲜的食物，并尽量营造一种舒适的、令人愉悦的就餐氛围，这样顾客才会愿意再次光临。由此可知，男士的饭店能够取得成功的原因之一是它的用餐氛围，故B项正确。

Section B

Passage One

【听力原文】

［16］There are many commonly held beliefs about eye glasses and eyesight that are not proven facts.
 For instance, some people believe that wearing glasses too soon weakens the eyes. But there is no evidence to show that the structure of eyes is changed by wearing glasses at a young age.［17］Wearing the wrong glasses, however, can prove harmful. Studies show that for adults there is no danger, but children can develop loss of vision if they have glasses inappropriate for their eyes.
 We have all heard some of the common myths about how eyesight gets bad. Most people believe that reading in dim light causes poor eyesight, but that is untrue. Too little light makes the eyes work harder, so they do get tired and strained. Eyestrain also results from reading a lot, reading in bed, and watching too much television. However, although eyestrain may cause some pain or headaches, it does not permanently damage eyesight. Another myth about eyes is that they can be replaced, or transferred from one person to another.［18］There are close to one million nerve fibers that connect the eyeball to the brain, as of yet it is impossible to attach them all in a new person. Only certain parts of the eye can be replaced. But if we keep clearing up the myths and learning more about the eyes, some day a full transplant may be possible.

【解题思路】


1. 四项都含有it；两项以it开头，两项以there开头。

2. 三项含有表示保护或者修复的词（protection, restored, protect）。

结论：本题可能考查的是对it的保护或修复，结合整体预测可知，it很可能指的是视力。


【解析】
 文章的第一句提到，“关于眼镜和视力，许多被人们所广泛接受的看法都是未被证明的事实”。C项中的false notions正是文中的not proven facts的同义转述，故为正确答案。A项“孩子们经常忽视对视力的保护”、B项“视力一旦被破坏就无法完全恢复”和D项“有许多种保护视力的方法”文中均未提及，故可排除。

17. C


【解题思路】


1. 四项都以it开头。

2. 三项含有与眼睛或视力有关的词（eyes, vision, eye structure）。

3. 三项含有表示负面影响或结果的词（tired, weaken, loss）。

结论：本题可能考查的是it对视力造成的负面影响或结果。听音时应首先弄清楚it的指代对象。


【解析】
 文中提到，“并没有证据表明在年幼时期戴眼镜会引起眼部结构的改变”，故可先排除D。接着文中又讲到，戴不合适的眼镜的确是有害的，对于大人并没有什么危险，但对于孩子则可能引起失明，因此可排除B，选择C。A项文中并未提及，可排除。

18. D


【解题思路】


1. 四项均以it开头。

2. 两项含有与眼部手术有关的词（eye surgery, restore damaged eyesight），两项含有表示技术或成就的词（high technology, achievement）。

3. 两项含有表示完成或实现情况的词（never be done, partly accomplished）。

结论：本题可能涉及与眼部手术有关的技术，并考查该技术的实现情况。


【解析】
 文中提到，“有近100万条神经纤维连接着眼球和大脑，就目前情况来看似乎并不可能将一个眼球完全移植给另一个人，只有部分眼球构造可以被替换”，由此可知D项正确。文中继续提到，“但是如果我们不断地理清错误的本质，学习有关眼睛的知识，有一天我们可能会实现眼球的完整移植”。由此可以判断，眼球的移植并不一定是无法实现的，故排除A。B、C两项文中均未提及，故可排除。

Passage Two

【听力原文】

When people care for an elderly relative, they often do not use available community services such as adult daycare centers.［19］If the caregivers are adult children, they are more likely to use such services, especially because they often have jobs and other responsibilities.
 In contrast, a spouse, usually the wife, is much less likely to use support services or to put the dependent person in a nursing home.［20］Social workers discover that the wife normally tries to take care of her husband herself for as long as she can in order not to use up their life savings.
 Researchers have found that caring for the elderly can be a very positive experience. The elderly appreciated the care and attention they received. They were affectionate and cooperative. However, even when care-giving is satisfying, it is hard work. Social workers and experts on aging offer caregivers and potential caregivers help when arranging for the care of an elderly relative. One consideration is to ask parents what they want before they become sick or dependent. Perhaps they prefer going into a nursing home and can select one in advance. On the other hand, they may want to live with their adult children.［21］Caregivers must also learn to state their needs and opinions clearly and ask for help from others, especially brothers and sisters.
 Brothers and sisters are often willing to help, but they may not know what to do.

【整体预测】

快速浏览各题选项，根据其中的关键词adult daycare centers、nursing homes、life savings、spend more time with them和make full use of community facilities推测，本文很可能谈论照料家里的老年人的情况，具体细节需要进一步分析各个选项。



19. D


【解题思路】


1. 两项以they开头，描述他们的想法或状况。

2. 两项提到了社会福利机构（nursing homes, adult day-care centers）。

结论：本题可能考查they和社会福利机构之间的某种联系，可能与they对这种机构的态度或看法有关。听音时需要找出they的指代对象，并把重点放在current trend、adult daycare centers、nursing homes和jobs and other responsibilities上。


【解析】
 文章开头部分指出，成年子女更倾向于使用社区托管服务来照顾老人，主要是因为是他们有工作和其他的责任需要承担。四个选项中只有D项符合文意，故为正确答案。选项中的commitments是文中responsibilities的同义替换。其余三项文中均未提及，故排除。

20. A


【解题思路】


1. 四项均以they开头。

2. 四项均含有表示主观感受的词（don't want to, fear, would like to）。

3. 一项提到了them，一项提到了their husbands，两者可能指代相同。

结论：由以上第三点可知they指的是妻子，本题考查的内容可能与妻子想要或不想要做某事有关。


【解析】
 文中提到，“社会工作者发现通常情况下妻子都愿意尽可能长时间的亲自照顾自己的丈夫，以免花光他们毕生的积蓄（in order not to use up their life savings）”。in order not to后的内容揭示了妻子行为的原因，故正确答案为A。

21. C


【解题思路】
 四项均以动词原形开头，可能考查动作、行为或者建议、要求。听音时需要弄清楚动作行为的实施者或者建议、要求的对象，然后根据问题做出进一步的判断。


【解析】
 文章末尾就caregivers（提供照料的人）应该如何做提出了一些建议。其中第二点是，“提供照料的人也需要学会明确阐述自己的需求和意见，并向他人尤其是兄弟姐妹寻求帮助”。C项很好地概括了这一意思，故为正确答案。其余三项文中均未提及。

［22］Since a union representative visited our company to inform us about our rights and protections, my coworkers have been worrying about health conditions and complaining about safety hazards in the workplace.
 Several of the employees in the computer department, for example, claim to be developing vision problems from having to stare at a video display terminal for about 7 hours a day. The supervisor of the laboratory is beginning to get headaches and dizzy spells because she says it's dangerous to breathe some of the chemical smoke there.［23］An X-ray technician is refusing to do her job until the firm agrees to replace its out-dated equipment.
 She insists that it's exposing workers to unnecessarily high doses of radiation. She thinks that she may have to contact the Occupational Safety and Health Administration and ask that government agency to inspect the department.［24］I've heard that at a factory in the area two pregnant women who were working with paint requested a transfer to a safer department, because they wanted to prevent damage to their unborn babies.
 The supervisor of personnel refused the request.［25］In another firm the workers were constantly complaining about the malfunctioning heating system, but the owner was too busy, or too mean, to do anything about it. Finally, they all met and agreed to wear ski-clothing to work the next day.
 The owner was too embarrassed to talk to his employees. But he had the heating system replaced right away.

快速浏览本部分所有选项可以发现，文章主要与工作、健康和员工权益有关。第一题涉及主要内容，第二题涉及行为，第三题涉及意见和要求，第四题涉及目的和意图。听音时应重点关注相关内容。

【解题思路】


1. 四项均为名词短语，具有概括性质。

2. 四项均与工作有关（workplace, employees, office workers, labor and management）。

3. 两项涉及不满和矛盾（complaints, conflicts）。

结论：本题是对与工作相关的内容进行概括，可能涉及一些不满或者矛盾。


【解析】
 本题考查对整篇文章主旨的把握。文章在开头处提到，“自从有一位工会代表来到我们公司访问并向我们讲述了一些关于权益和自我保护的知识后，我的同事们就纷纷开始担心自己在工作场所的健康状况，抱怨一些可能的危险”。后文接着列举了一些员工反映的关于自身工作健康和工作安全的问题。故A项最能概括文意。B项“雇员的权益和责任”中的“责任”文中并未提及；C项“办公室员工的一些普遍抱怨”过于宽泛；D项“员工与管理层之间的矛盾”则夸大了话题的内容，均可排除。

23. A


【解题思路】


1. 四项均是以动词原形引导的祈使句，均表示某种要求或命令。

2. 三项含有表示改进或提高的内容（replace...out-dated equipment, improve the welfare, provide extra...compensation）。

结论：结合上题可知，本题可能是员工针对不满所提出的要求。


【解析】
 本题问的是一名X光技术人员要求公司做什么。文章在展开论述时提到，“一名X光技术人员在公司同意更换陈旧的设备之前拒绝从事她的工作，称这一工作会使员工暴露于不必要的大量辐射之中”。replace its out-dated equipment与文中表述完全一致，故应选A。

24. A


【解题思路】


1. 四个选项均以they开头。

2. 三项含有表示请求或需求的词（requested, sought help, wanted）。

2. 三项含有表示工作方面的调整或改变的词（transfer, quit, work shorter hours）。

结论：本题考查的内容可能与they在调整或改变工作方面的需求有关。


【解析】
 本题问的是根据讲话者的描述，两名怀有身孕的需要接触油漆的女工提出了怎样的要求。文中提到，“……在当地的一个工厂里有两名怀孕的女工在工作时需要接触油漆，她们要求被调到一个较为安全的部门，以免她们尚未出生的胎儿会受到不良的影响”。A项中的to transfer to a safer department与文中的表述完全一致，故为正确答案。

25. C


【解题思路】
 四个选项均以不定式开头，可能表示某种目的。本题信息点比较分散，考生在听音时需重点关注各选项的关键词：winter sports、media、working conditions以及cold weather，然后再根据问题做出进一步的判断。


【解析】
 本题问的是为什么公司的一些员工穿着滑雪服去上班。这一事例出现在文章结尾处。起因是这些员工不满于公司的采暖系统出现故障，他们向上级反映，但是公司领导由于太忙或太吝啬而未采取任何措施。最终这些员工穿着滑雪服去上班，领导觉得十分尴尬，立即更换了采暖系统。这些员工的行为显然是对公司的不良工作条件的一种无声抗议，故C项为正确答案。

Section C

【听力原文】

Contrary to the old warning that time waits for no one, time slows down when you are on the move. It also slows down more as you move faster, which means astronauts
 （宇航员）someday may［26］survive
 so long in space that they would return to an Earth of the distant future. If you could move at the speed of light, your time would［27］stand still
 . If you could move faster than light, your time would move［28］backward
 .

Although no form of matter yet discovered moves as fast as or faster than light,［29］scientific
 experiments have already confirmed that accelerated［30］motion
 causes a traveler's time to be stretched. Albert Einstein［31］predicted
 this in 1905, when he introduced the concept of relative time as part of his Special Theory of Relativity. A search is now［32］under way
 to confirm the suspected existence of particles of matter that move at a speed greater than light, and therefore, might［33］serve as
 our passports to the past.

An obsession
 （沉迷）with time—saving, gaining, wasting, losing, and mastering it—seems to have been part of humanity for as long as humans have existed. Humanity also has been obsessed with trying to capture the meaning of time. Einstein used a definition of time for［34］experimental
 purposes, as that which is measured by a clock. Thus, time and time's relativity are［35］measurable
 by any hourglass, alarm clock, or an atomic clock that can measure a billionth of a second.

肖恩·德拉蒙德是加利福尼亚大学圣地亚哥分校的心理医生。他说，年纪大的人更容易时睡时醒，而年轻点的人则更能够［38］高效地一觉睡到天亮。

但是，年老时更多的睡眠［39］关系着更好的健康状况，如果睡眠时间长一些，大多数年长的人会感觉更好，反应更［40］灵敏。

“随着年龄的增长，我们一整晚安睡的能力开始下降，但我们身体［41］运行良好所需的睡眠量并没有改变。”德拉蒙德医生在圣地亚哥的美国科学促进协会会议上说。

“［42］很明确的是，年纪大的人需要的睡眠少这一说法是错误的。一个年长的人越健康，他的睡眠时间就越像他［43］年轻时那样多。我们的数据表明，上了年纪的人如果能够［44］保持他们在30多岁时的睡眠时间，他们将会从中受益。每个人需要的睡眠量都［45］不同，但我们75岁时所需的睡眠量很可能就是我们35岁时的睡眠量。”

【答案解析】

36. N

语法判断：空格前为主语elderly people，空格后为动词不定式短语to sleep for fewer hours，可知空格处应填入谓语动词。再分析下文时态，可知此处应填入动词的一般现在时形式。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有cling、function和tend三项。cling意为“抓紧”，function意为“运行”，均不符合文意，且其后都不能接动词不定式短语。tend to do sth.意为“往往会做某事；常常会做某事”，符合文意。故选N。

37. L

语法判断：空格前为不定冠词a（n），空格后为名词effect，可知此处应填形容词来修饰后面的名词。

语意判断：选项中的形容词有alert、associated、different、negative和sufficient。分析句子可知，while在这里意为“虽然，尽管”，后半句有转折的含义。根据常识以及后面的句子they would benefit from getting more（多睡一点对他们是有好处的）可知，年纪大的人睡得少对大脑机能有不好的影响。而alter（灵敏的）、associated（相关的）、different（不同的）、sufficient（足够的）都与文意不符，只有negative（负面的）符合句意。故选L。

38. H

语法判断：空格前是动词sleeping，空格后是副词和介词短语straight through the night，可知此处应填入一个副词来修饰前面的动词。

语意判断：符合条件的选项有definitely、efficiently和formally三项。根据while的转折关系可知，年轻人的情况与老年人broken sleep的情况正好相反，因此应选efficiently（有效地），表明年轻人的睡眠质量比老年人好。而definitely（确定地）和formally（正式地）均不符合句意。

39. B

语法判断：空格前是系动词is，空格后是介词with，可知空格处应填入形容词或动词的分词形式，且能与with搭配。

语意判断：在备选的形容词和动词分词中，最常与with搭配的是associated和mixed。根据后一句话“如果睡眠时间长一些，大多数年长的人会感觉更好……”可知，老年时更多的睡眠量会影响到一个人健康状况。而be associated with表示“与……相关”，符合句意。故选B。

40. A

语法判断：空格前是feel better and more，可知此处应填入形容词原形。

语意判断：符合语法条件的形容词有alert、different和sufficient三项。根据句意可知，此处要表达的是感觉健康状况更好的意思，different和sufficient均不能表达此意，而alert（灵敏的）符合句意。故选A。

41. J

语法判断：空格前是need to，空格后是副词，可知此处应填入一个动词原形。

语意判断：符合语法条件的动词有cling和function两项。将这两项代入空格处，得到的句子分别是the amount of sleep we need to cling well（我们好好坚持所需的睡眠量）和the amount of sleep we need to function well（我们身体运行良好所需的睡眠量），前者语义不通，而后者符合文意。故选J。

42. F

语法判断：空格前是形式主语it和系动词is，空格后是冠词加名词a myth，可知此处应填入副词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的副词有definitely和formally。文章在第一段就表明，older people need less sleep这个观点是错误的，而后经过具体论证，更加肯定这一观点不正确，故选definitely。而formally（正式地）明显不符合句意。

43. O

语法判断：空格前为系动词，可知此处应填入形容词或分词。

语意判断：文中一直将年纪较大的人和年纪较轻的人的情况进行对比，此处也不例外：“一个年长的人越健康，他的睡眠时间就越像他年轻时那样多。”只有younger符合句意，故选O。

44. E

语法判断：空格前为介词from，空格后为不定式短语，可知空格处应填入一个动词，且在介词后应使用动名词形式。

语意判断：符合条件的动名词有attracting和continuing两项。continue to do sth.表示“继续做某事”，符合句意，而attract不能直接接带to的不定式，故选E。

45. G

语法判断：空格前为系动词is，空格后为介词from，可知此处应填入形容词或动词的分词形式，且能与from搭配。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项只有different。be different from person to person表示“因人而异”，符合句意。故选G。

Section B

【参考译文】

公路

A）20世纪早期，美国的大多数街道和公路都是用泥土、砖块和杉木板铺设而成的。［50］这种为骑马、赶车和步行设计的道路通常养护不佳且过于狭窄，并不适合汽车通行。


B）随着汽车产量的提升，私营收费公路公司在地方政府的支持下不断涌现出来，到1921年，铺设的公路达到387,000英里。其中，许多公路在建造时沿用了19世纪苏格兰工程师托马斯·梯尔福德和约翰·麦克亚当（碎石路面就是用他的名字命名的）制定的规范，强调强大的排水系统的重要性。［48］除此之外，并没有针对道路规格、限重或商业标牌的全国性标准。
 一战期间，全国的公路几乎都被来往的货车的重量毁坏了。1919年艾森豪威尔将军从德国返回了美国。在美军第一个跨大陆机动车队服役后，他指出：“这个老车队使我想到要建造良好的双车道公路，而德国的高速公路让我看到了在全国建造更宽阔道路的明智之处。”

C）联邦政府真正建立国家公路系统始于另一次战争之后。二战期间，对货车和新道路的需求大幅度增加。［55］此次战争证明了公路对于防御工作的重要性。
 13%生产防御设备的工厂靠卡车来运送原材料，而几乎所有其他工厂半数以上的产品都靠汽车运输。［52］这次战争同样也暴露了地方公路系统各自为政导致设计标准各不相同、混乱不堪的问题。
 就连联邦公路和各州的公路都没有一个基本标准。一些州允许卡车载重量高达36,000磅，而另外一些州却限制载重不得超过7,000磅。政府的一项研究报告建议在全国建设一个长达33,920英里的国家公路系统，国会很快通过了《1944年联邦资助公路法案》，提出要建立严格的、集中控制的公路设计标准。

D）［46］美国州际公路系统最终于1956年动工，它被誉为20世纪最伟大的公共建设项目之一。
 为建设其44,000英里长的集公路、桥梁、隧道于一体的交通网，数以百计的独特工程设计方案和解决措施要被制定出来。这其中要考虑到各地众多的地理特征，如山地、陡坡、湿地、河流、沙漠和平原，以及道路的各种变量因素，包括地面的倾斜程度、公路的载重负荷能力、道路的使用强度和底层土壤的特征等。城市区域也是个问题。于是，各种设计新颖的、穿过或绕过城市区域的道路、隧道、桥梁、天桥和立体交叉道在全国各地纷纷涌现出来，永久性地改变了美国的面貌。

E）诸如路易斯安那州的黑尔·博格斯大桥和佛罗里达州的阳光高架桥这种长跨度混凝土斜拉桥，以及诸如马里兰州的麦克亨利堡隧道和华盛顿的贝克山这些著名隧道，都克服了许多美国地理环境的挑战。由州际公路项目发展起来的交通控制系统和建造方法很快影响了世界各地的公路建设，对于改善城市街道和交通模式起到了不可估量的作用。

F）如今，州际公路系统不仅把美国国内的每一个主要城市连接起来，而且把美国与加拿大和墨西哥也连接了起来。考到安全性问题，这些公路都设有宽敞的车道和路肩、分隔栏或路障、较长的入口车道和出口车道、为安全拐弯而设计的弯道以及限行通道。［54］公路事故死亡率仅为美国所有其他道路的一半（公路上每亿客英里的路上死亡率是0.86，而其他所有道路则是1.99）。


G）公路开放了北美大陆，使得偏远的乡村地区的居民也可以享用各种消费品和服务，进而促进了郊区的发展，在就业、文化教育、医疗和其他福利方面给人们提供了更大的选择空间。［49］最重要的是，州际公路系统为个人提供了他们最为珍视的东西：个人可自由迁移。


H）［47］从运输和创造就业机会的角度来看，州际公路系统成为了国家经济增长不可或缺的要素：
 全国75%以上的货运是由卡车完成的，而且大部分经铁路和空运运输的产品最终也是通过州际公路由汽车运送到目的地的。公路系统不仅通过提供运输通道影响着美国的经济，而且促进了汽车加油站、汽车旅馆、餐厅、购物中心等副业的增长。［53］它还实现了制造工厂和其他工业从城市向乡村的迁移。

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息in 1956和one of the greatest public construction of the century。文中段落论及1956年美国建造的那个世纪最伟大的公共建设项目之一的内容出现在D段，该段第一句提到，美国州际公路系统最终于1956年动工，它被誉为20世纪最伟大的公共建设项目之一。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为D。

47. H

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the interstate system、the development of the nation's economy和shipping and job creating。文中段落论及州际公路系统在国家经济发展方面的作用的内容出现在H段，该段第一句提到，从运输和创造就业机会的角度来看，州际公路系统一直是国家经济增长不可或缺的要素。该段接下来的内容对此进行举例说明——全国75%以上的货运由卡车完成，且大多数经铁路和空运运输的产品最终也是通过州际公路由汽车运送到目的地的。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为H。

48. B

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息specifications、the Scottish engineers和size, weight restrictions, or commercial signs。文中段落论及针对道路规格、限重和商业标牌的全国性标准的内容出现在B段，该段第二句提到，大多数公路在建造时沿用了19世纪苏格兰工程师Thomas Telford和John MacAdam制定的规范，强调强大的排水系统的重要性。第三句提到，此外，当时并没有针对道路规格、限重和商业标牌的全国性标准。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为B。

49. G

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息personal freedom of mobility和individuals。文中段落论及州际公路系统给个人带来的好处的内容出现在G段，该段最后一句提到，州际公路系统提供了个人最为珍视的东西：个人可自由迁移。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为G。

50. A

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息horse、carriage、and foot traffic、narrow和automobiles。文中段落论及美国早期道路情况的内容出现在A段，该段第二句提到，这种为骑马、赶车和步行设计的道路通常养护不佳且过于狭窄，并不适合汽车通行。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为A。

51. I

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息Eisenhower、vision and leadership和renamed。文中段落论及以Eisenhower命名高速公路系统的内容出现在I段，该段第二句提到，公路系统被正式更名为Eisenhower，以纪念其卓越的眼光和领导才华。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为I。

52. C

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息World War II、various design standards、confusing和local governments。文中段落论及二战暴露的公路设计标准不统一的问题的内容出现在C段，该段第二句提到，二战期间，对货车和新道路的需求大幅度增加。第五句提到，这次战争同样也暴露了地方公路系统各自为政导致设计标准各不相同、混乱不堪的问题。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为C。

53. H

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息manufacturing plants and other industries和urban areas to rural。文中段落论及高速公路系统对制造业和其他工业迁移的影响的内容出现在H段，该段主要叙述了州际公路系统对国家经济增长的影响，最后一句提到，它还实现了制造工厂和其他工业从城市向乡村的迁移。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为H。

54. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the death rate和half。文中段落论及高速公路上事故死亡率的内容出现在F段，该段最后一句提到，公路事故死亡率仅为美国所有其他道路的一半（公路上每亿客英里的路上死亡率是0.86, 而其他所有道路则是1.99）。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为F。

55. C

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the Second World War、critical和defense effort。文中段落论及二战期间高速公路对于战争防御的影响的内容出现在C段，该段第三句提到，此次战争证明了公路对于防御工作的重要性。而第四句进一步解释说，13%生产防御设备的工厂靠卡车来运送原材料，而几乎所有其他工厂半数以上的产品都靠汽车运输。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为C。

［60］高说，她提醒人们不要以上面提到的任何一项研究为基础得出任何结论，并指出人们应该对学生的更多背景特征进行研究和说明。

解析：本题问从近来的研究中可以知道什么。文章第一段第一句指出，“最近的几项研究发现，随机分配不同种族的室友会使人变得更加宽容，但也增加了产生冲突的可能性。”由这句话可以看出，不同种族的室友住在一起既有利也有弊。由此可知，答案应该选D“不同种族学生住在一起可能会有不同的结果”。选项A、B、C文中均未提及，故排除。

57. D

定位：由题干中的Sam Boakye可将答案定位到第三段。

解析：文章第三段指出，Sam在文章中写道，“如果你的周围都是白人，你就会去证明一些事情”。根据常识可知，Sam要证明的事情一定是黑人与白人一样可以获得成功，而且Sam的评论是用来证明第二段提出的观点的，即“与白人室友同住的黑人学生在整个大学期间能够取得更高的学术成就”，综上可知本题选D“身边都是白人同学会激励一名黑人学生更加勤奋以获得成功”。

58. A

定位：根据题干中的信息词Indiana University study将答案定位到第五段。

解析：第五段指出“印第安纳大学的一项研究发现，到学期结束之前，不同种族的室友不再继续同住的几率是两个白人室友的三倍。”也就是说不同种族的室友更容易产生矛盾，故选项A“不同种族的室友更可能闹翻”正确，其中fall out意为“失和，闹翻”。选项B和D都不符合原文的意思，而选项C过于绝对。

59. D

定位：根据题干中的信息词Alec Webley和definition of integration将答案定位到文章第八段。

解析：文章第八段出现了This is the definition of integration，由此可见，在上文中找到this所指的内容就可以解答这道题。this指的是前一句话“关于大一新生宿舍最有意思的一件事情就是，除了一些个别的情况，宿舍分配流程会把两个人随机地分到一起”。由此可知，Alec认为融合的定义就是学校不考虑学生的种族而随机地给他们分配宿舍。故答案为D。

60. A

定位：根据题干中的信息词Grace Kao以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则将答案定位到文章最后一段。

解析：最后一段指出，“高说，她提醒人们不要以上面提到的任何一项研究为基础得出任何结论，并指出人们应该对学生的更多背景特征进行研究和说明。”由此可知，高认为，通过现有的研究不足以对现在的情况进行概括，需要进行更深入的研究。选项A与这一意思相符，故为正确答案。其他三个选项均不是高的观点。

然而，来自对报告撰写进行监督的机构——达尔贝格全球发展合作机构的社会科学家索伦·安德烈亚森为报告进行了辩护。［64］他说，很明显报告中的数据都只是大致的估算。同时他指出，报告的主要对象是世界各国的领导人，
 他们将于12月在哥本哈根会晤，商讨新的国际气候条约。

在一篇介绍这份报告的新闻稿中，［65］安南先生强调了进行协商的必要性，并提到协商的重点是增加富裕地区向贫困地区的资金流动以帮助贫困地区降低气候灾害所产生的影响，同时继续控制富裕地区吸热气体的排放。
 根据这份报告，因气候变化而导致的人力和经济损失中超过90%都发生在贫困国家。


【论说文：关于全球变暖是否带来巨大损失的争论】

第1~2段：一份报告指出，全球变暖每年会导致众多人口死亡，并造成巨大的经济损失。

第3~5段：部分专业人士质疑这份报告采用的方法及得出的结论。

解析：文章第一段指出，“根据全球人道主义论坛提供的一份报告，全球变暖每年会导致30多万人死亡并造成约1250亿美元的经济损失。”而第二段进一步指出，“受人类影响的气候变化引起了包括营养不良和与高温有关的健康问题在内的疾病，从而导致全球死亡率上升”。四个选项中，只有选项B“全球变暖导致由疾病引起的死亡率上升”与原文表意一致，故为正确答案。其他三项均不是全球人道主义论坛的发现，故排除。

62. A

定位：题干中除了the Forum's report没有其他的信息词，但可以根据出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则将答案定位到文章第三段。

解析：文章第三段指出，“这份报告已经遭到了一些气候和风险专家的批评，他们质疑报告中采用的方法和得出的结论”。由此可知正确答案为A“受到了一些气候与风险专家的质疑”。选项中的was challenged对应原文中的drew criticism。其他三项文中均未提及，故排除。

63. B

定位：根据题干中的信息词Dr. Pielke将答案定位到文章第四段。

解析：文章第四段中提到，小罗杰·皮尔克认为“该论坛的这份报告‘使用的方法论令人尴尬’”。由第三段可知，气候和风险专家对这份报告采取的方法和得出的结果表示质疑，而小罗杰·皮尔克的看法是这一观点的一个例证，他认为这一报告从方法上来说是存在问题的，故正确答案为B。A项“统计数据似乎存在问题”和D项“报告的结论被蓄意夸大了”都是文中没有提及的信息，故排除。C项“应该得到我们最密切的关注”之所以错误是因为皮尔克所说的值得密切关注的是气候变化，而不是这份报告，故也可排除。

64. D

定位：根据题干中的信息词Soren Andreason将答案定位到文章第五段。

解析：文章第五段中提到，索伦·安德烈亚森称，“很明显报告中的数据都只是大致的估算”，“报告的主要对象是世界各国的领导人”。由此可知正确答案为D项“报告粗略估算的目的是引起世界各国领导人的关注”。A项“结论是基于精心收集的数据”明显与原文rough estimates不符；B项“如果仔细检查数据会发现报告经不起批评”与原文信息不符，原文指出索伦·安德烈亚森为报告进行了辩护，而该选项对报告持的是负面态度，故可排除；C项“会在哥本哈根大会上引起更热烈的讨论”文中没有提及。

65. D

定位：根据题干中的信息词Kofi Annan以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则将答案定位到文章最后一段。

解析：文章最后一段提到，“安南先生强调了进行协商的必要性，并提到协商的重点是提高富裕地区向贫困地区的资金流动以帮助贫困地区降低气候灾害所产生的影响，同时控制富裕地区吸热气体的排放”，由此可知正确答案为D“富裕国家如何能够帮助贫困地区减少气候灾害”。虽然文章中也提到了控制吸热气体的排放，但是指富裕地区要对其进行控制，而不是说全球各个地区如何减少吸热气体的排放，故排除C项。

B）Lance Bass of 'N Sync was supposed to be the third to make the $20 million trip, but he did not join the three-man crew as they blasted off on October 30, 2002, due to lack of payment. Probably the most incredible aspect of this proposed space tour was that NASA approved of it. These trips are the beginning of what could be a profitable 21st century industry. There are already several space tourism companies planning to build suborbital
 （亚轨道）vehicles and orbital cities within the next two decades. These companies have invested millions, believing that the space tourism industry is on the verge of taking off.

C）In 1997, NASA published a report concluding that selling trips into space to private citizens could be worth billions of dollars. A Japanese report supports these findings, and projects that space tourism could be a $10 billion per year industry within the next two decades. The only obstacles to opening up space to tourists are the space agencies, who are concerned with safety and the development of a reliable, reusable launch vehicle.


Space Accommodations


D）Russia's Mir space station was supposed to be the first destination for space tourists. But in March 2001, the Russian Aerospace Agency brought Mir down into the Pacific Ocean. As it turned out, bringing down Mir only temporarily delayed the first tourist trip into space. The Mir crash did cancel plans for a new reality-based game show from NBC, which was going to be called Destination Mir
 . The Survivor
 -like TV show was scheduled to air in fall 2001. Participants on the show were to go through training at Russia's cosmonaut
 （宇航员）training center, Star City. Each week, one of the participants would be eliminated from the show, with the winner receiving a trip to the Mir space station. The Mir crash has ruled out NBC's space plans for now. NASA is against beginning space tourism until the International Space Station is completed in 2006.

E）Russia is not alone in its interest in space tourism. There are several projects underway to commercialize space travel. Here are a few of the groups that might take tourists to space: Space Island Group is going to build a ring-shaped, rotating“commercial space infrastructure
 （基础结构）”that will resemble the Discovery
 spacecraft in the movie 2001: A Space Odyssey
 . Space Island says it will build its space city out of empty NASA space-shuttle fuel tanks（to start, it should take around 12 or so）, and place it about 400 miles above Earth. The space city will rotate once per minute to create a gravitational pull one-third as strong as Earth's. According to their vision statement, Space Adventures plans to“fly tens of thousands of people in space over the next 10-15 years and beyond, around the moon, and back, from spaceports both on Earth and in space, to and from private space stations, and aboard dozens of different vehicles...”

F）Initially, space tourism will offer simple accommodations at best. For instance, if the International Space Station is used as a tourist attraction, guests won't find the luxurious surroundings of a hotel room on Earth. It has been designed for conducting research, not entertainment. However, the first generation of space hotels should offer tourists a much more comfortable experience.

G）In regard to a concept for a space hotel initially planned by Space Island, such a hotel could offer guests every convenience they might find at a hotel on Earth, and some they might not. The small gravitational pull created by the rotating space city would allow space-tourists and residents to walk around and function normally within the structure. Everything from running water to a recycling plant to medical facilities would be possible. Additionally, space tourists would even be able to take space walks.


The Most Expensive Vacation


H）Will space be an exotic retreat reserved for only the wealthy? Or will middle-class folks have a chance to take their families to space? Make no mistake about it, going to space will be the most expensive vacation you ever take. Prices right now are in the tens of millions of dollars. Currently, the only vehicles that can take you into space are the space shuttle and the Russian Soyuz, both of which are terribly inefficient. Each spacecraft requires millions of pounds of fuel to take off into space, which makes them expensive to launch. One pound of payload
 （有效载重）costs about $10,000 to put into Earth's orbit.

I）NASA and Lockheed Martin are currently developing a single-stage-to-orbit launch space plane, called the VentureStar, that could be launched for about a tenth of what the space shuttle costs to launch. If the VentureStar takes off, the number of people who could afford to take a trip into space would move into the millions. In 1998, a joint report from NASA and the Space Transportation Association stated that improvements in technology could push fares for space travel as low as $50,000, and possibly down to $20,000 or $10,000 a decade later. The report concluded that at a ticket price of $50,000, there could be 500,000 passengers flying into space each year. While still leaving out many people, these prices would open up space to a tremendous amount of traffic.

Boys' schools are the perfect place to teach young men to express their emotions and involve them in activities such as art, dance and music.

Far from the traditional image of a culture of aggressive masculinity
 （阳刚）, the absence of girls gives boys the chance to develop without pressure to conform to a stereotype, a US study says.

Boys at single-sex schools were said to be more likely to get involved in cultural and artistic activities that helped develop their emotional expressiveness, rather than feeling they had to conform to the“boy code”of hiding their emotions to be a“real man”.

The findings of the study go against received wisdom that boys do better when taught alongside girls.

Tony Little, headmaster of Eton, warned that boys were being failed by the British education system because it had become too focused on girls. He criticised teachers for failing to recognise that boys are actually more emotional than girls.

The research argued that boys often perform badly in mixed schools because they become discouraged when their female peers do better earlier in speaking and reading skills.

But in single-sex schools teachers can tailor lessons to boys' learning style, letting them move around the classroom and getting them to compete in teams to prevent boredom, wrote the study's author, Abigail James, of the University of Virginia.

Teachers could encourage boys to enjoy reading and writing with“boy-focused”approaches such as themes and characters that appeal to them. Because boys generally have more acute vision, learn best through touch, and are physically more active, they need to be given“hands-on”lessons where they are allowed to walk around.“Boys in mixed schools view classical music as feminine
 （女性的）and prefer the modern genre
 （类型）in which violence and sexism are major themes,”James wrote.

Single-sex education also made it less likely that boys would feel they had to conform to a stereotype that men should be“masterful and in charge”in relationships.“In mixed schools, boys feel compelled to act like men before they understand themselves well enough to know what that means,”the study reported.

Since money is known to be one of the things most likely to bring a relationship to its knees, we should be grateful. For many families the recession means more than not booking a holiday. A YouGov poll of 2,000 people found 22% said they were arguing more with their partners because of concerns about money. What's less clear is whether divorce and separation rates rise in a recession—financial pressures mean couples argue more but make splitting up less affordable. A recent research shows arguments about money were especially damaging to couples. Disputes were characterised by intense verbal

Passage Three

Proverbs, sometimes called sayings, are examples of folk wisdom. They are little lessons which older people of a culture pass down to the younger people to teach them about life.［23］Many proverbs remind people of the values that are important in the culture.
 Values teach people how to act, what is right, and what is wrong. Because the values of each culture are different, understanding the values of another culture helps explain how people think and act. Understanding your own cultural values is important too. If you can accept that people from other cultures act according to their values, not yours, getting along with them will be much easier.

语法判断：空格前为this，空格后为谓语动词，可知此处应填入名词作句子的主语，且应为单数。

语义判断：选项中的单数名词有三个：role、progress和growth。role意为“角色；作用”，progress意为“发展，进步”，growth意为“增长”。结合句意，此处this ______指代的是上一句提到的人口增长问题，而人口增长会导致能源需求增加，符合情理，故选H。

37. A

语法判断：空格前为冠词，空格后为形容词和名词，空格所在处为一个介词短语，结合空格后的逗号可知，此处应填入一个形容词与其后的形容词sustainable并列。

语义判断：符合语法条件的有stable、significant和marvelous三项。stable意为“稳定的”，significant意为“重要的，显著的”，marvelous意为“不可思议的”。将这三项逐一代入短语，发现“以一种稳定的、可持续的方式满足需求”最合理，符合语境，故选A。

38. N

语法判断：空格前为形容词，空格后为介词，故此处应填入名词；空格前还有one of，故此处应填名词的复数形式。

语义判断：符合语境的有solutions、competitions和challenges三项。solution意为“解决方式”，competition意为“竞争”，challenge意为“挑战”。根据句意，要找到能源并以一种稳定地、可持续地方式满足能源需求并不是件容易的事，是一大挑战，故N最符合句意。

39. O

语法判断：空格前为系动词，空格后为谓语动词，故此处应填入一个副词来修饰谓语动词。

语义判断：符合语法条件的副词只有exactly和certainly两项。根据句意，可替代能源是必然会得到投资和开发的，而不是必须“精确地”被投资和开发，故选certainly，符合语境。

40. D

语法判断：空格前为冠词a和动词现在分词作定语，空格后为介词短语，故此处应填入单数名词。

语义判断：选项中的单数名词除去growth还有role和progress两项。由于play a...role为固定用法，意为“扮演……的角色；起到……的作用”，且符合句意“可替代能源将在世界能源供应中扮演着越来越重要的角色”，故选D。

41. M

语法判断：空格前为连词when，空格后为主句，可判断出when和空格处一起作后面主句的状语，空格处应填入动词的分词形式，其主语为主句的主语alternative energy sources。

语义判断：符合语法条件的选项有included和combined两项。include意为“包含，包括”，使用时应有“包含”的大小范畴，此处如果说“可替代能源被包含”，则语境中无法判断将可替代能源包含在内的大范畴，故included不正确。combine意为“结合，联合”之意，根据句意，即使将可替代能源都加在一起，也只能满足能量需求的30%，符合逻辑和语境，故选M。

42. C

语法判断：空格前为介词，空格后为名词，可知此处应填入形容词。

语义判断：选项中的形容词还有significant和marvelous两项。根据语境，此处形容词修饰的是investment，且其后的例子中提到9300万美元的投资，可知其数量实为可观，故用significant更为合适，表示数目庞大，故选C。

43. G

语法判断：空格前为名词短语，空格后为介词短语，由于such as后只能跟名词短语，故此处应填入一个动词的分词形式与其后的介词短语一起作前面名词短语的后置定语。

语义判断：选项中除去combined只有included一项符合语法条件，且根据句意，《美国复苏与再投资法案》提到了为风能投资9300万美元，included此处表示“整体中的一部分”，符合语境，故选G。

44. K

语法判断：空格前为名词短语，也是句子的主语，空格后为宾语，故此处应填入谓语动词。

语义判断：符合语法条件的有progress、consist和comprise三项。progress意为“进步；进行”，consist意为“由……组成”，需要与介词of搭配，comprise意为“组成，构成”，是及物动词。根据句意，重要能源构成市场的百分之一，只有comprise符合语境，故选K。

A）现在就预订吧。太空旅游业已经正式开始商业运营，票价仅为2000万美元，可在太空逗留一周。尽管美国航空航天局不希望如此，但俄罗斯还是让美国商人丹尼斯·蒂托成为全世界第一位太空游客。蒂托搭乘俄罗斯“联盟号”火箭飞入太空，于2001年4月30日抵达国际空间站。第二位太空游客是南非商人马克·沙特尔沃思，他于2002年4月25日搭乘俄罗斯“联盟号”火箭起飞，也驶往国际空间站。

B）美国乐队“超级男孩”的成员之一兰斯·贝斯本应成为实现2000万美元太空之旅的第三人，但因未能支付费用，在2002年10月30日三位机组成员起飞时，他没能加入其中。或许最让人难以置信的是，这次太空旅行竟得到了美国航空航天局的批准。这些旅行成为了或许将是21世纪利润丰厚的一个产业的开端。［48］目前已经有几家太空旅游公司计划在未来20年里建造亚轨道飞行器和轨道太空城。这些公司已经投资数百万，它们相信太空旅游业即将腾飞。


C）［49］1997年，美国航空航天局发表了一份总结性报告——向普通民众开放太空旅行将会带来数十亿美元的收入。
 日本人做的一份报告支持这些结论，并且预言在未来20年里太空游产业每年将会获利100亿美元。［46］开放太空游的唯一障碍是太空机构，它们担心太空游的安全性，以及能否开发出性能可靠、可重复使用的运载飞行器。

D）俄罗斯的“和平号”空间站原定为太空游客的第一个目的地。但在2001年3月，俄罗斯宇航局将“和平号”坠入太平洋。［53］事实证明，“和平号”的坠落只是暂时性地推迟了第一次太空旅行。
 美国全国广播公司原计划推出一档新的纪实性娱乐节目，名为《目的地：“和平号”》，但“和平号”的坠毁使得他们不得不取消了这个计划。这个类似于《幸存者》的电视节目原定于2001年秋季开播。节目参与者将在俄罗斯宇航员训练中心——星城接受训练。每周会有一名选手从节目中遭淘汰出局。最后的胜利者将赢得一次到“和平号”空间站旅行的机会。“和平号”的坠毁迫使美国全国广播公司暂时取消了这些太空计划。在2006年国际空间站建成之前，美国航空航天局反对启动太空旅游。

E）俄罗斯并不是唯一一个对太空游感兴趣的国家。［52］为了使太空旅行商业化，有几个项目正在进行之中。
 这里有一些可能会开展太空游的机构：太空岛屿集团计划建造一个环状旋转式的“商业太空基础设施”，类似电影《2001太空漫游》中的“发现”号太空飞船。太空岛屿集团称，它将利用国家航空航天局使用过的空的航天飞机燃料箱建造太空城（开始大概需要12只燃料箱），将太空城设置在地球上空约400英里的位置。该太空城每分钟旋转一周，所产生的引力相当于地球引力的三分之一。根据太空探险公司的远景构想，他们计划“在未来10到15年甚至更长时间里，将成千上万的人送往太空，环绕月球，往返于地球和太空的太空船发射降落场和私人空间站，乘坐几十种不同类型的太空飞行器……”

F）最初，太空旅游业至多只会提供简单的食宿。比如，如果国际空间站被当作旅游胜地，游客是无法找到一个像地球上酒店房间那样豪华的环境的。［54］因为它是被设计用来进行研究而不是娱乐的。
 但是，第一代太空酒店应该会提供给游客舒适得多的体验。

G）［55］根据太空岛屿集团最初提出的太空酒店的概念，这样的酒店应该能够为游客提供种种便利，这些便利在地球上的酒店中有些是能享受到的，有些是享受不到的。
 太空城旋转产生的弱引力能够使太空游客和居民在那里自由行走和正常活动。在那里，一切都是有可能的，包括自来水、再循环工厂和医疗设施等。此外，游客甚至能够在太空散步。


最昂贵的度假


H）太空是否将会成为只为富人预留的异域休闲之所？或者，是否中产阶级也有机会把他们的家人带入太空？别弄错了，太空游将是你度过的最昂贵的假期。现在的价格是数千万美元。目前，能够把人类送入太空的交通工具只有航天飞机和俄罗斯的“联盟号”，而二者均功效奇低。［47］每架航天飞机起飞升入太空需要数百万磅的燃料，因此，发射费用非常高。
 要进入地球轨道，每磅有效载重要花费1万美元左右。

I）美国航空航天局和洛克希德·马丁公司目前正在研发一种单级入轨的太空飞机，名为“冒险之星”。该太空飞机的起飞成本是一架航空飞机起飞成本的十分之一。如果“冒险之星”起飞的话，能够支付得起去太空旅行费用的人数将增至数百万。1998年，美国航空航天局与太空运输协会的联合报告称，技术改进能够使太空旅行的费用降至5万美元，十年后还可能降至2万或1万美元。［51］该报告得出结论说，在费用为5万美元的情况下，每年将有50万名乘客飞入太空。
 尽管仍然有很多人无缘太空，但这样的价格将使太空之门向众多游客敞开。

J）自太空竞赛开始，公众就说：“要是我也能去的时候，那不是很棒吗？”我们距离太空游的机会比任何时候都近。［50］在未来20年里，航天飞机可能会频繁地飞往月球，就如同飞机能够频繁地穿梭于纽约和洛杉矶之间一样。

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the most expensive vacation、fuel和spacecraft。文中论及太空旅行成本高的内容出现在H段，该段第三句提到，太空游将是你度过的最昂贵的假期。接下来指明了原因，现在的价格是数千万美元，而目前能够把人类送往太空的交通工具只有航天飞机和俄罗斯的“联盟号”，二者均功效奇低。每架航天飞机起飞升入太空需要数百万磅的燃料。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为H。

48. B

50. J

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息within the next two decades和intercity air travel。文中J段末句提到，在未来20年里，航天飞机可能会频繁地飞往月球，就如同飞机能够频繁地穿梭于纽约和洛杉矶之间一样。此处的言外之意是说，太空旅行将变得和城际飞机旅行一样常见，故答案为J。

51. I

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息500,000。文中I段倒数第二句提到，该报告得出结论说，在费用为5万美元的情况下，每年将有50万名乘客飞入太空。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为I。

52. E

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息to commercialize space travel和space projects。文中论及使太空旅行商业化的内容出现在E段，该段第二句提到，为了使太空旅行商业化，有几个项目正在进行之中。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为E。

53. D

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the first tourist trip into space和Russia's Mir space station。文中论及俄罗斯的“和平号”空间站的内容出现在D段，该段第三句提到，事实证明，“和平号”的坠落只是暂时性地推迟了第一次太空旅行。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为D。

54. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the International Space Station和designed to carry out research rather than entertaining tourists。文中论及国际空间站设计初衷的内容出现在F段，该段第三句提到，它（即上句提到的“国际空间站”）是被设计用来进行研究而不是娱乐的。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为F。

55. G

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息convenience和a hotel on Earth。文中G段第一句提到，根据太空岛屿集团最初提出的太空酒店的概念，这样的酒店应该能够为游客提供种种便利，这些便利在地球上的酒店中有些是能享受到的，有些是享受不到的。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为G。

该研究的作者，［59］弗吉尼亚大学的阿比盖尔·詹姆斯写道，但是在单一性别学校，老师可以根据男孩的学习风格为其量身打造课程，
 允许他们在教室里自由走动，让他们分组进行竞争以避免枯燥。

老师可以用“以男孩为中心”的方法来鼓励男孩爱上阅读和写作，比如让他们读或写他们喜欢的主题和人物。［60］因为通常来说男孩的洞察力更加敏锐，触摸是他们最好的学习方法，并且他们更好动，所以应该给他们上“可以亲手实践的”、允许他们自由走动的课程。
 詹姆斯写道：“在男孩和女孩同校的学校里，男孩将古典音乐视为是缺乏男子气概的，而更喜欢以暴力和性别歧视为主题的现代音乐”。

单一性别学校提供的教育也使得男孩们不易觉得他们不得不符合人们的固有印象——在与他人的关系中，男人应该是“强势且统揽全局的”。该研究提到，“在男孩和女孩同校的学校里，男孩感觉到不得不像男人一样表现，而他们其实对自身尚未完全了解，并不知道真正的男人应该怎样表现”。


【议论文：男子学校有益于男孩成长】

第1段：提出男子学校有益于男孩的成长。

第2~4段：美国的一项研究称，与人们传统的观念不同，在男子学校男孩会表现得更好。

第5~9段：该研究的具体发现。



【答案解析】

56. C

定位：根据题干关键词a single-sex school可以定位到文章第三段。

解析：由第三段第一句“上单一性别学校的男孩更有可能参与到有助于他们表达情感的文化和艺术活动中”可知，作者认为男子学校可以鼓励男孩更自由地表达自己的情感，故C项正确。其中express their emotions与原文的develop their emotional expressiveness是同义转换。A项与原文表达的意思正好相反，原文指出，在男子学校的男孩不必符合“男孩准则”——要成为“真正的男人”必须将感情隐藏起来，故排除A。B和D项的内容出现在第二段，但原文并不是说男子学校能够帮助培养男孩富有攻击性的阳刚气质，也不是说男子学校能够强化传统的男人形象，而是说男孩在男子学校中无需背负人们固有印象带来的压力，故均排除。

57. A

定位：根据题干关键词commonly believed和in a mixed school可以定位到文章第四段。其中commonly believed与原文的received wisdom意思相近，都是指“人们的普遍观点”；而in a mixed school与taught alongside girls意思相近。

解析：由第四段“该研究的发现与大家普遍接受的看法相悖，大家一直认为男孩与女孩一起接受教育时表现得更好”可知，人们的普遍观点是，上男孩女孩同校的学校，男孩会表现得更好，这与选项A“表现相对较好”意思一致，故选A。B、C两项原文均未提及，故排除。D项有一定的迷惑性，原文中的do better是指男孩的表现会更好，而不是说男孩女孩同校的学校的教育比男子学校好，故排除。

58. C

定位：根据题干关键词Tony Little和British education system可以定位到文章第五段第一句。

解析：本题问关于英国的教育制度托尼·利特尔说了什么。由第五段第一句“伊顿公学的校长托尼·利特尔告诫人们，男孩们被英国的教育制度耽误了，因为它过于关注女孩”可知，托尼·利特尔认为英国的教育制度由于过于关注女孩而耽误了男孩，也就是说英国的教育制度没有给男孩他们所需要的关注，故C项正确。其他三项的对比文章中均没有提到，故排除。

59. A

定位：根据题干关键词Abigail James和single-sex schools可以定位到文章第七段。

解析：本题问的是，根据阿比盖尔·詹姆斯所说，单一性别学校的好处之一是什么。文章第七段提到，阿比盖尔·詹姆斯写道，但是在单一性别学校，老师可以根据男孩的学习风格为其量身打造课程，允许他们在教室里自由走动，让他们分组进行竞争以避免枯燥。由此可知，单一性别学校的好处之一是可以根据男孩的特点为其量身打造课程，这与A项意思一致，故A为答案。其中tailor一词在选项和原文中都有出现，降低了本题的难度。其他三项原文都没有提及，故均排除。

60. C

定位：根据题干关键词characteristic of boys和Abigail James并不能精确定位到答案的出处，但是根据出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可将答案定位在最后两段。由于倒数第二段出现了James，故答案很可能在该段中。

解析：本题问的是，根据阿比盖尔·詹姆斯的报告可知，男孩有什么特点。倒数第二段指出，报告中提到“因为通常来说男孩的洞察力更加敏锐……所以……”故可知男孩的一个特点是有敏锐的洞察力，故C项正确。A项 They enjoy being in charge是根据最后一段引号中的内容设置的干扰项，原文是说男人的固有形象是being in charge，这不是男孩的特点，故排除。B项是根据原文多次出现的conform to和stereotype设置的干扰项，原文是说男子学校的男孩无需背负要符合固有印象的压力，所以B项也不是男孩的特点。D项是根据文章倒数第二段最后一句出现的violence and sexism设置的干扰项，原文是说，在男孩和女孩同校的学校里，男孩更喜欢以暴力和性别歧视为主题的现代音乐，并不是说男孩们本身很暴力并且歧视女性，故排除。

【答案解析】

61. C

定位：根据题干信息词vacationing以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可将答案定位在第一段。

解析：第一段介绍了作者及其爱人对度假的不同看法。由第二句可知，作者的爱人认为应该攒钱以备不时之需。第三句...we work hard and what's the point if you can't go on holiday的意思是“如果不能去度假的话我们努力工作为了什么”，由此可以看出，作者认为度假才使努力工作有意义（worthwhile），故本题选C。A项“在经济衰退时人们更加享受度假”与原文第一段最后一句表达的意思相反。最后一句说，“经济萧条让人高兴之处就在于它意味着明年我们不用再为此争吵了——明年我们不会去度假”。根据常识也可以知道，经济衰退的时候，人们经济比较紧张，不可能更加享受度假，故排除A。B项和D项均属于引申过度，文章中并没有类似的表达，故排除。

62. D

定位：根据题干信息词Line 1, Para. 2以及money is known...to bring a relationship to its knees可将答案定位在第二段第一句。

解析：第二段第一句起着承上启下的作用。上文说作者与其爱人为了去不去度假的事情争吵；本句提到金钱会使一段关系……由此我们应该心怀感激；后文还提到，经济衰退使夫妻双方吵架的次数增多，还提到了离婚。由此可见，“金钱可能毁掉一段关系”最符合原文，故本题选D。其他三项都与第一段和第二段所述内容联系不大，故排除。

63. A

定位：根据题干信息词YouGov poll of 2,000 people以及in a recession可将答案定位在第二段第三句。

解析：第二段第三句指出，尤格夫（YouGov，英国调研公司）的一项针对2000人的调查发现，有22%的人称他们因为与钱有关的问题现在与自己的伴侣争吵的次数变多。由此可知，A项“夫妻间的冲突往往增加”为正确答案。conflicts between couples tend to rise与原文中的they were arguing more with their partners属于同义转述。B项比较有迷惑性，原文提到经济衰退使离婚变得更加负担不起，但实际上这是因为人们赚得少了，文中并没有说这是因为离婚的费用变高了，故排除。C项“夫妻双方更关心彼此”原文明显没有提到，故排除。D项“离婚和分居的比例变高”与原文不符，原文说“离婚和分居的比例是否因为经济衰退而升高并没有那么明确——经济压力意味着夫妻双方吵架的次数更多，但也使离婚变得更加负担不起”，也就是说离婚率也可能更低了。

64. D

定位：根据题干信息词Kim Stephenson可将答案定位在第三段。

解析：第三段第一句即指出，“金钱因其象征的事物而至关重要，而金钱象征了什么对于男人和女人来说是不同的”，这与选项D“男人和女人以不同的方式看待金钱”表达的意思一致，故本题选D。其他三个选项通过常识判断似乎都有道理，但都不是文章中金·斯蒂芬森的观点，故排除。

65. C

定位：根据题干信息词at the end of the passage以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可将答案定位在最后一段。

解析：最后一段最后一句话指出，“在良好的夫妻关系中，双方不一定要对钱持相同的看法，但是必须得谈论这个问题”，也就是说，作者建议夫妻双方要谈论有关钱的问题以维持良好的关系，故本题选C。其他三个选项文章均未提及，故排除。

Six Secrets of High-Energy People

A）There's an energy crisis in America, and it has nothing to do with fossil fuels. Millions of us get up each morning already weary over what the day holds.“I just can't get started,”people say. But it's not physical energy that most of us lack. Sure, we could all use extra sleep and a better diet. But in truth, people are healthier today than at any time in history. I can almost guarantee that if you long for more energy, the problem is not with your body.

You can't simply tell yourself to be positive. You must take action. Here are six practical strategies that work.


1. Do something new.


D）Very little that's new occurs in our lives. The impact of this sameness on our emotional energy is gradual, but huge: It's like a tire with a slow leak. You don't notice it at first, but eventually you'll get a flat. It's up to you to plug the leak—even though there are always a dozen reasons to stay stuck in your dull routines of life. That's where Maura, 36, a waitress, found herself a year ago.

E）Fortunately, Maura had a lifeline—a group of women friends who meet regularly to discuss their lives. Their lively discussions spurred Maura to make small but nevertheless life altering changes. She joined a gym in the next town. She changed her look with a short haircut and new black T-shirts. Eventually, Maura gathered the courage to quit her job and start her own business. Here's a challenge: If it's something you wouldn't ordinarily do, do it. Try a dish you've never eaten. Listen to music you'd ordinarily tune out. You'll discover these small things add to your emotional energy.


2. Reclaim life's meaning.


F）So many of my patients tell me that their lives used to have meaning, but that somewhere along the line things went stale. The first step in solving this meaning shortage is to figure out what you really care about, and then do something about it. A case in point is Ivy, 57, a pioneer in investment banking.“I mistakenly believed that all the money I made would mean something,”she says.“But I feel lost, like a 22-year-old wondering what to do with her life.”Ivy's solution? She started a program that shows Wall Streeters how to donate time and money to poor children. In the process, Ivy filled her life with meaning.


3. Put yourself in the fun zone.


G）Most of us grown-ups are seriously fun-deprived. High-energy people have the same day-to-day work as the rest of us, but they manage to find something enjoyable in every situation. In times of economic crisis, Americans turn to their families for support. If the Great Depression is any guide, we may see a drop in our skyhigh divorce rate. But this won't necessarily represent an increase in happy marriages. In the long run, the Depression weakened American families, and the current crisis will probably do the same.

We tend to think of the Depression as a time when families pulled together to survive huge job losses. By 1932, when nearly one-quarter of the workforce was unemployed, the divorce rate had declined by around 25% from 1929. But this doesn't mean people were suddenly happier with their marriages. Rather, with incomes decreasing and insecure jobs, unhappy couples often couldn't afford to divorce. They feared neither spouse could manage alone.

Today, given the job losses of the past year, fewer unhappy couples will risk starting separate households. Furthermore, the housing market meltdown will make it more difficult for them to finance their separations by selling their homes.

After financial disasters family members also tend to do whatever they can to help each other and their communities. A 1940 book, The Unemployed Man and His Family
 , described a family in which the husband initially reacted to losing his job“with tireless search for work.”He was always active, looking for odd jobs to do.

The problem is that such an impulse is hard to sustain. Across the country, many similar families were unable to maintain the initial boost in morale
 （士气）. For some, the hardships of life without steady work eventually overwhelmed their attempts to keep their families together. The divorce rate rose again during the rest of the decade as the recovery took hold.

Millions of American families may now be in the initial stage of their responses to the current crisis, working together and supporting one another through the early months of unemployment.

Today's economic crisis could well generate a similar number of couples whose relationships have been irreparably

 （引诱）onto Facebook with the promise of a fun, free service, without realizing they're paying for it by giving up loads of personal information. Facebook then attempts to make money by selling their data to advertisers that want to send targeted messages.

Most Facebook users don't realize this is happening. Even if they know what the company is up to, they still have no idea what they're paying for Facebook, because people don't really know what their personal data is worth.

The biggest problem, however, is that the company keeps changing the rules. Early on, you could keep everything private. That was the great thing about Facebook—you could create your own little private network. Last year, the company changed its privacy rules so that many things—your city, your photo, your friends' names—were set, by default
 （默认）, to be shared with everyone on the Internet.

According to Facebook's vice-president Elliot Schrage, the company is simply making changes to improve its service, and if people don't share information, they have a“less satisfying experience.”

Some critics think this is more about Facebook looking to make more money. Its original business model, which involved selling ads and putting them at the side of the page, totally failed. Who wants to look at ads when they're online connecting with their friends?

The privacy issue has already landed Facebook in hot water in Washington. In April, Senator Charles Schumer called on Facebook to change its privacy policy. He also urged the Federal Trade Commission to set guidelines for social-networking sites.“I think the senator rightly communicated that we had not been clear about what the new products were and how people could choose to use them or not to use them,”Schrage admits.

I suspect that whatever Facebook has done so far to invade our privacy, it's only the beginning. Which is why I'm considering deactivating

【解析】
 对话中女士提到，该地区曾经的主要产业是钢铁和纸张加工，但现在这两种产业所占的比重有所减少。尽管如此，钢铁制造业仍旧占据当地产业活动的44%，依然十分重要。四项中只有B项信息与此一致，故为正确答案。A、C两项文中均未提及；D项比较具有干扰性，对话中虽然提到了80%这一数字，但它并非指的是占GDP的比重，而是指西班牙所使用的机床中来自巴斯克地区的机床的比率，故也可排除。

14. A


【听前预测】


1. 四项均为名词短语，可推测该题以what进行提问。

2. 四项均含有表示问题或困难的词（problems, lack, shortage, poor）。

结论：结合上题可知，该题可能是对经济或产业方面的问题进行考查。考生应首先弄清楚四个选项的内容，然后重点关注录音中与选项内容相关的信息，然后根据问题进一步做出判断。


【解析】
 对话中女士提到，当地存在许多失业问题和地理问题。当男士问地理问题指的是什么时，女士说当地有些地方是山区，过去在交通运输方面存在问题，现在尽管新修了铁路并对公路进行了完善，但仍然很难将内陆的一些小镇与外面的世界连接起来。由此可知，阻碍当地经济发展的问题是交通运输问题，故A项正确。

15. C


【听前预测】


1. 四项均为名词短语，可推测该题以what进行提问。

2. 两项含有与产业相关的词（product, factory），两项含有与公司或工作相关的词（companies, job）。

结论：该题可能考查与产业、公司或工作相关的信息，听音时应重点留意。


【解析】
 对话中，当女士向男士解释完何谓地理问题时，紧接着说在他们接下来谈到为工厂选址的问题时，会再详细地探讨这个问题的。由此可知，两名说话者接下来会谈到为新工厂选择地点的问题，故C项为正确答案。

Section B

【解题思路】


1. 四项均以they开头，且时态均为一般过去时。

2. 三项均含有表示共同点的词语（shared, mutual, in common）。

结论：本题很可能是问两个好朋友所具有的共同点，即两个人成为朋友的原因。


【解析】
 文章一开头就提到，“我和乔·冈普斯在我们九岁时就认识了，这可能是他成为我最好朋友之一的唯一原因。”由此可见，讲话者认为乔·冈普斯之所以能成为他的好朋友，是因为他们相识很早，故本题选B。

17. B

 四项都是以at开头的地点状语。听音时应留意与地点有关的信息，尤其应注意是否有提到local club、house、sports center或boarding school的地方。


【解析】
 讲话者提到，“我和乔并不是同班，在体育活动或课外活动方面也没有什么交集，但我几乎每个周末都在他家度过，每天晚上也都和他通电话。”由此可知，B为正确答案，且关键词at his house在选项B中原词复现。

18. D


【解题思路】


1. 两项含有表示朋友、友情的词（friendships, friends）。

2. 两项含有表示困难的词（difficult, hard），两项含有表示差异的词（different backgrounds, social divisions）。

结论：本题可能考查的是结识朋友或维持友情可能会遇到的困难或问题。


【解析】
 在后半部分，讲话者提到，当反观与乔之间的友情时，他意识到，他认识许多自己并非不喜欢的人，但从未花时间多了解他们一下。他要感谢乔使他明白，其实各个社会群体内部的划分并不是泾渭分明的，也就是说，只要人们愿意去相互接触、相互了解，所谓的社会界线就很容易消融。故本题选D。

【整体预测】

快速浏览此部分的各个选项可以发现，第19和21题的选项均为地点状语，且多次提到parking lot、garage等与车有关的地点，第20题为被动态的过去完成时，且其中的过去分词多带有“消失，不见”等含义，如：taken、moved、stolen。由此可以大致推测出，文章讲述了发生在过去的一个故事，很可能和车辆等的失踪有关，应特别留意表示地点的线索词。

1. 四项均为地点状语。

2. 三项含有与车相关的地点（parking lot, parking meter, street）。

结论：本题涉及地点，并可能与汽车有关。听音时应留意与这两点有关的信息。


【解析】
 本题问一天晚上路易斯工作结束回家时想把车停在什么地方。intend to表示主观意愿。文章开头处提到，下了班十分疲惫的路易斯开着车拐进小区的停车场，但发现所有的车位都满了，可见他最初是想把车停进小区停车场的，应选B，其中的his building's parking lot为文中的原词复现。A项the entrance of a park是利用park的一词多义设置的干扰项；C项中的parking meter指的是“（电子）停车收费器”；D项at a street corner文中没有提到。

20. C


【解题思路】


1. 四项都由“it had been+过去分词”的形式构成。

2. 三项的过去分词都带有“消失，不见”等含义（taken, moved, stolen）。

结论：结合上题可推测，本题考查的内容可能与汽车的失踪有关。


【解析】
 题干问的是路易斯“以为”它的车怎么样了。根据文章内容，路易斯停好车后就回家睡觉了，第二天早晨，他去停车场找自己的车，但发现车已经不见了，他赶紧跑回家，向警察报案说他的车被偷了。可见，路易斯以为自己的车丢了，had been stolen在选项C中原词复现，故C为正确答案。虽然后文中说到，路易斯的车其实是因为停在了他人的私家车位，所以被警察拖走了，但这并不是路易斯所猜测的汽车失踪的原因。

21. D

结论：本题涉及地点，并可能与汽车有关。根据行文逻辑可以推断，本题可能考查失踪的车辆在何处被找到。


【解析】
 文章最后提到，路易斯不得不坐出租车来到远离市中心的城市车库（city garage）取回他的车，并交了40美元车辆管理费，故选D。

2. 三项含有与创意有关的词（creative, creativity）。

3. 仔细观察，四项均带有一定的话题性质（famous...individuals, mysteriousness of, scientific discovery, creativity...in arts）。

结论：本题为本篇短文的第一道题目，涉及话题，要特别留意文章的第一句话。


【解析】
 本题是问讲话者上次最可能讲到了什么内容，解题线索在文章第一句话：Well, to pick up where we left off last time, I believe we agreed the creativity is a mysterious idea。由这句话可知，在上一次讲述中，讲话者谈到了创造力的神秘性，选项B（The mysteriousness of creativity）是对原文的同义转述，为正确答案。

结论：本题可能考查与人有关的某类事物的属性。听音时应首先弄清楚it的指代对象，并将重点放在具有普遍性的规律或认识上。


【解析】
 题目问到，关于创造过程，哪一种观点是人们普遍认同的。文中的has always been accepted与题目中的is a widely accepted idea意思相同，其后即为解题线索。该句提到，人们普遍认为“创造过程是一切重要艺术作品的源泉”。选项D中的the source of all artistic work是原文中的a source of all important work in the arts的同义转述，故为正确答案。

24. A


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为形容词+名词的结构。

2. 四项均涉及人的思维活动或能力（imagination, reasoning, curiosity, thinking）。

结论：本题很可能以what开头进行提问，考查人类某种思维活动或能力的重要性等。


【解析】
 本题问根据讲话者的观点，是什么导致了重大的科学发现（major scientific discovery）。文中讲到，科学发现的开始总会有某个人，其想象中的世界与其他人是不同的，这便是创造力之所在。imagination和creativity是该观点中的两个关键词，故本题应选A（Creative imagination）。

25. C

 本题问关于创造过程，讲话者暗示了什么。文章结尾处提到，“事实上，创造过程是你与生俱来的，是你作为人类天生的权利，而且，你几乎每天、每时每刻都会用到它。”可见，创造过程伴随着我们的日常生活，故C项正确。A项（它是常人所难以企及的）与文意相反；B项（人们尚未完全理解它）和D项（它是人类独有的特征）文中均未提及，可排除。

Section C

Students have been complaining more and more about stolen property. Radios, cell phones, bicycles, pocket［26］calculators
 , and books have all been reported stolen. Are there enough campus police to do the job?

There are 20 officers in the Campus Security Division. Their job is to［27］handle
 crime, accidents, lost and found［28］items
 , and traffic problems on campus. More than half of their time is spent directing traffic and writing parking tickets.［29］Responding promptly to
 accidents and other emergencies is important, but it is their smallest job.

语法判断：空格前为形容词最高级largest，空格后为名词短语hunger-relief organization，可知此处应填入一个形容词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有surrounding和domestic两项。surrounding意为“附近的，四周的”，domestic意为“国内的”。根据上下文，此处是进一步解释“供养美国”这个组织。因此，surrounding不符合题意。largest domestic hunger-relief organization意为“国内最大的饥荒救济组织”，符合题意。故选K。

37. M

语法判断：空格前为主语和谓语it's asking，空格后为状语across the country，可知此处应填入一个名词，作asking的宾语。

语意判断：选项中的名词有recession、households、competition和communities四项。recession意为“（经济）衰退期”，households意为“家庭”，competition意为“竞争，比赛”，communities意为“社区；公众”。根据句意可知，此处要表达的是该组织正在呼吁全国的______参与到救济低收入人群的事业中。因此，此处应填入某个机构或人群，可先排除recession和competition。在剩下的两项中，communities across the country意为“全国的社区”，与下文的“……向低收入的个人以及家庭提供……食物”搭配，语义通顺，而households across the country意为“全国的家庭”，与“向个人与家庭提供食物”搭配，语义不通。故选M。

38. A

语法判断：空格前是need to，可知此处应填入一个动词原形。

语意判断：符合语法条件的动词有survive、gather和accumulate三项。survive意为“活下来，幸存”，gather意为“聚集，集合”，accumulate意为“积累，积聚”。根据上下文可知，该组织呼吁全社会向低收入人群和家庭提供食物。the fuel they need to accumulate/gather表示“人们需要积累/聚集的食物”，语义不通；the fuel they need to survive表达的是“人们生存所需要的食物”，符合句意。故选A。

39. H

语法判断：空格前是定语从句中的主语who，空格后是地点状语at its front door，可知此处应填入一个谓语动词。由于主语是复数，且主句为一般现在时，可判断此处应填动词原形。

语意判断：符合语法条件的动词还有gather和accumulate两项。gather意为“聚集，集合”，accumulate意为“积累，积聚”。gather一般指人的集合；而accumulate则指钱财、物品或知识的积聚。根据句意可知，此处表达的是“聚集在教堂门前的人们”。故选H。

40. C

语法判断：空格前是关系代词that，空格后是定语从句中的宾语the city，可知空格处应填入动词，且根据主句的时态和a food pantry可知，此处的谓语动词为第三人称单数。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项只有serves。serves the city在此处表示“为这个城市提供食物”，符合题意，故选C。

41. B

语法判断：空格前是定冠词the，空格后是名词towns，可知此处应填入一个形容词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的形容词只剩surrounding。将它代入空格处，得到的短语是the city and several of the surrounding towns（这个城市以及它周围的几个城镇），符合题意。故选B。

42. F

语法判断：空格前是定冠词the，可知此处应填入一个名词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的名词还有recession、households和competition三项。空格前的in the wake of意为“随着……的到来，尾随而至”，因此可知，此处应填一个表示事件的词。households（家庭）明显不符合题意，故排除。recession意为“（经济的）衰退”，competition意为“竞争；比赛”。由于本文讲的是美国的食品援助行动，且根据下文中的“越来越多的家庭需要粮食援助”可知，空格所在句表明了人们需要粮食援助的原因，即“美国经济的衰退”。故选F。

43. E

语法判断空格前为it is，空格后为that引导的从句，可知此处应填入动词的过去分词形式，构成“It is+动词的过去分词+that从句”句型。

语意判断：符合语法条件的过去分词有reviewed和reported。It is reviewed that意为“据评论”。It is reported that意为“据报道”。此句意为“4900万美国人陷入了吃了上顿没下顿的温饱危机”。根据上下文可知，此处作者想通过数据来说明美国的粮食危机，用人们的“评论”显然不具有可信度。因此，此处用“据报道”更符合题意。故选E。

44. G

语法判断：空格前为动词短语live in，空格后为where引导的定语从句，可知此处应填入地点名词。

语意判断：符合条件的名词只有households（家庭）一项。live in households where at least one adult is working表示“生活在至少有一个成年人拥有工作的家庭里”，符合题意。故选G。

45. J

语法判断：空格前为they're still right on the edge，句子结构完整，可知此处应填入副词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有formally和financially两项。formally意为“正式地”，financially意为“财政地”。空格前的be right on the edge...意为“处于……的边缘；接近……的极限”，故此处填入financially更合适，表示“接近财政的极限”，即挣扎在财政危机的边缘。故选J。

1. 尝试新鲜事物。


D）我们生活当中很少有新鲜事情发生。［49］这种千篇一律的生活对我们精神能量的影响虽然缓慢，但是巨大：它就像是一个正在慢慢漏气的轮胎。
 起初你并没有注意到，但是最终你的轮胎会变成扁的。要堵上这个漏洞须靠你自己——即使总是有诸多理由让你陷入枯燥无味、周而复始的生活方式。这就是一年前36岁的女招待莫拉的生活状态。

F）我的许多病人告诉我他们的生活曾经是充满意义的，但是不知从什么时候开始，一切都变得索然无味了。解决这种意义缺失问题的第一步就是弄明白你真正在乎的是什么，然后再就此采取行动。有一个恰当的例子是关于57岁的艾薇的，她是银行投资方面的先锋人物。“我错误地认为我所赚的每一笔钱都有意义，”她说。“但是我感到很失落，就像是一个22岁的年轻人不知道该如何生活一样。”艾薇的解决方案是什么呢？［48］她开展了一个项目，向华尔街的人们展示如何向贫困儿童捐献时间和金钱。在这一过程中，艾薇使自己的生活充满了意义。



3. 让自己处于快乐的状态。


G）我们大多数成年人根本没有什么乐趣可言。那些精力充沛的人虽然和我们其他人一样都有着相同的日常工作，但是他们却能在任何情况下都找出一些令人高兴的事情。［55］我认识的一位房地产经纪人凭空想象重新装修她向顾客展示的房子，以此愉悦自己。
 “我喜欢想象一间即便极其破烂不堪的房子在些许悉心照料之下所能发生的改观，”她说。“这是一个挑战——最没人要的房产往往能带来最大的快乐。”当然，我们给快乐下的定义各不相同，但是我可以保证：只要你让生活带有一丝快乐，你的能量就会迅速增长。


4. 向过去的负罪感和悔恨说再见。


H）［51］每个人的过去都会充满各种至今依然会让人痛苦的悔恨。但是从精神能量的角度来说，那些悔恨是阻碍我们前进的负担。
 虽然我们不能只靠主观意志来摆脱它们，但是我诚心建议你提醒自己：发生过的一切都已经成为过去，没有什么可以改变这一点。守着过去的记忆只会让伤害延续至今。


5. 下定决心。


I）假如说你正在考虑将自己的头发剪短。看起来会时髦吗？会不会太出格呢？你没完没了地考虑着。让这件待决定的事一直萦绕在脑海中，会极大地损耗人的精力。每当你犹豫不决时，你就为诸多选择所累。［54］不要去想你必须作出正确的决定，相反，只需作出选择，而且不要回头再想。



6. 以付出换取收获。

47. C

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息emotional energy、limitless和genetically。文中从C段开始论及如何获得精神上的能量的内容，该段第七句提到，与此不同，精神上的能量是无限的，并且与基因和教养没有任何关系。由此可知，题干内容与原文含义相符，故答案为C。

48. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息Ivy和life with meaning，由这两处关键信息很快将题干内容锁定于文章第二个小标题之下，即F段。该段通过艾薇的事例说明通过重新找回生活的意义能够使自己获得精神上的能量。该段最后提到，艾薇开展了一个项目，向华尔街的人们展示如何向贫困儿童捐献时间和金钱。在这一过程中，艾薇使自己的生活充满了意义。由此可知，题干是原文的同义转述，故答案为F。

49. D

解析：注意抓住题干关键信息small changes和increase your emotional energy。文中第一个小标题下论及尝试新鲜事物，其中E段末句提到，你会发现这些小事情会增强你的精神能量。由此可见，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为E。

54. I

解析：注意抓住题干关键信息decision-making、make a quick choice和without looking back。文中第五个小标题下（即I段）论及下定决心的内容，该段末句提到，不要去想你必须作出正确的决定，相反，只需作出选择，而且不要回头再想。由此可见，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为I。

55. G

解析：注意抓住题干关键信息the real-estate broker、finds fun in her job和redecorating the houses...in her mind。G段以房地产经纪人为例来说明如何让自己快乐，该段第三句提到，作者认识的一位房产经纪人凭空想象重新装修她向顾客展示的房子，以此愉悦自己。由此可见，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为G。

【答案解析】

56. C

定位：根据题干关键词in the initial stage和the current economic crisis可能误将答案定位到文章倒数第二段，但是根据出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可知，第一题的答案不会在如此靠后的段落里。本题答案在第一段中。

解析：本文第一段提到了大萧条的影响，第一段第二句说“如果大萧条有任何指导作用的话，那就是我们或许会看到极高的离婚率有所下降”，然后接着说“从长远来看，大萧条削弱了美国的家庭”，由此可以推断离婚率下降只是大萧条的最初表现。在第一段最后提到现如今的经济危机与大萧条给人们带来的影响是一样的，所以，当题干问“在初始阶段，现如今的经济危机很可能会_____”，可以推断答案应该是“使离婚率有所下降”，故选C。选项A“使许多有问题的家庭破裂”是经济危机的长远影响，不是在初始阶段可能产生的情况，故排除。选项B和D文章中没有提到，也可排除。

57. D

定位：根据题干关键词unhappy couples和stick together可以将答案定位到文章第二段。

解析：由第二段最后两句“由于收入减少，工作不稳定，不幸福的夫妻通常负担不起离婚。他们担心任意一方都无法独自应对这一切”可知，在大萧条时期，不幸福的夫妻不离婚的原因是他们负担不起，这与选项D“分居花费太高”意思一致，故选D。A、B、C三项原文均未提及，故排除。

58. D

定位：根据题干关键词in addition to job losses和unhappy couples getting a divorce可以将答案定位到文章第三段。

解析：本题问除了失业，还有什么因素阻碍不幸福的夫妻离婚。因为第二段整段都是在讲因为失业的原因，不幸福的夫妻负担不起离婚，所以除此之外的原因很可能在下一段。文章第三段第一句起到承上启下的作用，而第二句给出了另一个因素——“而且，房地产市场的崩溃将使夫妻靠卖房来为分居筹资变得更加困难。”由此可知，第二个因素是房地产市场崩溃，即房价大幅下跌，故选项D正确。A、B、C三项原文均未提及，故排除。

59. D

定位：根据题干关键词current economic crisis、eventually、married couples可以将答案定位到文章末段。

解析：末段首句作者指出“今天的经济危机恰能催生同样多关系破裂且无法修复的夫妇”，D项“它（如今的经济危机）将不可弥补地损坏他们（夫妻间）的关系”与此含义相符，故为答案。A、B、C三项原文均未提及，故排除。

60. A

定位：根据题干关键词last paragraph可以将答案定位到文章末段。

解析：末段作者指出，如今的经济危机和过去的经济大萧条一样都将催生同样多关系破裂且无法修复的夫妇，经济恢复正常之后，人们才会看到有多少家庭破裂，再联系第五段提到的经济大萧条时期的最后几年中离婚率再次上升的事实可以推断出，如今经济恢复时离婚率将回升，A项“经济恢复将见证更高的离婚率”符合此意，故为答案。B、C、D三项均无法从最后一段当中得知，故排除。

62. B

定位：根据题干关键词most Facebook users可以将答案定位到文章第二段。

解析：第二段提到“大多数脸书用户没有意识到这种情况正在发生。”这句话中的this指的就是上一段中提到的脸书通过出售用户的个人信息来赚钱。由此可知，选项B“他们不知道他们的个人信息增加了脸书的财富”与原文相符，故选B。选项A和C文中均未提及，故排除。选项D推理过度，人们交出了许多个人信息是因为人们不知道脸书网将会用自己的信息做什么，不能推断出人们不重视自己的个人信息。

63. A

定位：根据题干关键词Elliot Schrage可以将答案定位到文章第四段。

解析：第四段提到“根据脸书副总裁埃利奥特·施拉格的说法，脸书公司做出改变仅仅是为了改善其服务，如果人们不分享信息的话，他们的‘体验不会那么令人满意’。”由此可知，选项A“为了给用户提供更好的服务”与原文的意思相符，故选A。B、C、D三项文中均未提及，故排除。选项A中的render一词意为“给予（帮助），提供（服务）”，即使不知道这个词的意思，从后面的better service也应该可以猜出本选项的意思。

64. C

定位：根据题干关键词Senator Charles Schumer可以将答案定位到文章第六段。

解析：第六段第二句和第三句提到“四月，参议员查尔斯·舒默要求脸书改变其隐私政策。他还敦促联邦商务委员会为社交网站制定准则。”由此可知，参议员查尔斯·舒默对脸书的隐私政策持否定态度，认为相关机构应该针对社交网站制定准则，选项C“针对社交网站制定规则”与原文相符，故选C。选项B和D文中均未提及，故排除。选项A有一定的迷惑性，原文说对社交网站制定准则，而不是说对网上的广告制定准则，故排除。

A）Forget the old idea that conserving energy is a form of self-denial—riding bicycles, dimming the lights, and taking fewer showers. These days conservation is all about efficiency: getting the same—or better—results from just a fraction of the energy. When a slump in business travel forced Ulrich Ramer to cut costs at his family-owned hotel in Germany, he replaced hundreds of the hotel's wasteful light bulbs, getting the same light for 80 percent less power. He bought a new water boiler with a digitally controlled pump, and wrapped insulation around the pipes. Spending about 100,000 on these and other improvements, he slashed his 90,000 fuel and power bill by 60,000. As a bonus, the hotel's lower energy needs have reduced its annual carbon emissions by more than 200 metric tons.“For us, saving energy has been very, very profitable,”he says.“And most importantly, we're not giving up a single comfort for our guests.”

B）Efficiency is also a great way to lower carbon emissions and help slow global warming. But the best argument for efficiency is its cost—or, more precisely, its profitability. That's because quickly growing energy demand requires immense investment in new supply, not to mention the drain of rising energy prices. The good news is that the world is full of proven, cheap ways to save energy. Here are the seven that could have the biggest impact:


Insulate


C）Space heating and cooling eats up 36 percent of all the world's energy. There's virtually no limit to how much of that can be saved, as prototype“zero-energy homes”in Switzerland and Germany have shown. There's been a surge in new ways of keeping heat in and cold out（or vice versa）. The most advanced insulation follows the law of increasing returns: if you add enough, you can scale down or even eliminate heating and air-conditioning equipment, lowering costs even before you start saving on utility bills. Studies have shown that green workplaces（ones that don't constantly need to have the heater or air-conditioner running）have higher worker productivity and lower sick rates.


Change Bulbs


D）Lighting eats up 20 percent of the world's electricity, or the equivalent of roughly 600,000 tons of coal a day. Forty percent of that powers old-fashioned incandescent light bulbs—a 19th-century technology that wastes most of the power it consumes on unwanted heat. Compact fluorescent lamps, or CFLs, not only use 75 to 80 percent less electricity than incandescent bulbs to generate the same amount of light, but they also last 10 times longer. Phasing old bulbs out by 2030 would save the output of 650 power plants and avoid the release of 700 million tons of carbon into the atmosphere each year.


Comfort Zone


E）Water boilers, space heaters and air conditioners have been notoriously inefficient. The heat pump has altered that equation. It removes heat from the air outside or the ground below and uses it to supply heat to a building or its water supply. In the summer, the system can be reversed to cool buildings as well. Most new residential buildings in Sweden are already heated with ground-source heat pumps. Such systems consume almost no conventional fuel at all. Several countries have used subsidies to jump-start the market, including Japan, where almost 1 million heat pumps have been installed in the past two years to heat water for showers and hot tubs.


Remake Factories


F）From steel mills to paper factories, industry eats up about a third of the world's energy. The opportunities to save are vast. In Ludwigshafen, German chemicals giant BASF runs an interconnected complex of more than 200 chemical factories, where heat produced by one chemical process is used to power the next. At the Ludwigshafen site alone, such recycling of heat and energy saves the company 200 million a year and almost half its CO2
 emissions. Now BASF is doing the same for new plants in China.“Optimizing
 （优化）energy efficiency is a decisive competitive advantage,”says BASF CEO Jürgen Hambrecht.


Green Driving


G）A quarter of the world's energy—including two thirds of the annual production of oil—is used for transportation. Some savings come free of charge: you can boost fuel efficiency by 6 percent simply by keeping your car's tires properly inflated
 （充气）. Gasoline-electric hybrid
 （混合型的）models like the Toyota Prius improve mileage by a further 20 percent over conventional models.


A Better Fridge


H）More than half of all residential power goes into running household appliances, producing a fifth of the world's carbon emissions. And that's true even though manufacturers have already hiked the efficiency of refrigerators and other white goods by as much as 70 percent since the 1980s. According to an International Energy Agency study, if consumers chose those models that would save them the most money over the life of the appliance, they'd cut global residential power consumption（and their utility bills）by 43 percent.


Flexible Payment


I）Who says you have to pay for all your conservation investments?“Energy service contractors”will pay for retrofitting
 （翻新改造）in return for a share of the client's annual utility-bill savings. In Beijing, Shenwu Thermal Energy Technology Co. specializes in retrofitting China's steel furnaces. Shenwu puts up the initial investment to install a heat exchanger that preheats the air going into the furnace, slashing the client's fuel costs. Shenwu pockets a cut of those savings, so both Shenwu and the client profit.

J）If saving energy is so easy and profitable, why isn't everyone doing it? It has to do with psychology and a lack of information. Most of us tend to look at today's price tag more than tomorrow's potential savings. That holds double for the landlord or developer, who won't actually see a penny of the savings his investment in better insulation or a better heating system might generate. In many people's minds, conservation is still associated with self-denial. Many environmentalists still push that view.

K）The most powerful incentives, of course, will come from the market itself. Over the past year, sky-high fuel prices have focused minds on efficiency like never before. Ever-increasing pressure to cut costs has finally forced more companies to do some math on their energy use. Will it be enough? With global demand and emissions rising so fast, we may not have any choice but to try. Efficient technology is here now, proven and cheap. Compared with all other options, it's the biggest, easiest and most profitable bang for the buck.

That's because job growth numbers don't matter to job hunters as much as job turnover

I don't mean to imply that overall job growth doesn't have an impact on one's ability to land a job. It's true that if total employment were higher, it would mean more jobs for all of us to choose from（and compete for）. And it's true that there are currently more people applying for each available job opening, regardless of whether it's a new one or not.

But what often distinguishes those who land jobs from those who don't is their ability to stay motivated. They're willing to do the hard work of identifying their valuable skills; be creative about where and how to look; learn how to present themselves to potential employers; and keep going, even after repeated rejections. The Bureau of Labor Statistics data shows that 2.7 million people who wanted and were available for work hadn't looked within the last four weeks and were no longer even classified as unemployed.

So don't let the headlines fool you into giving up. Four million people get hired every month in the U.S. You can be one of them.

Our risk of cancer rises dramatically as we age. So it makes sense that the elderly should be routinely screened for new tumors—or doesn't it?

While such vigilant
 （警觉的）tracking of cancer is a good thing in general, researchers are increasingly questioning whether all of this testing is necessary for the elderly. With the percentage of people over age 65 expected to nearly double by 2050, it's important to weigh the health benefits of screening against the risks and costs of routine testing.

In many cases, screening can lead to surgeries to remove cancer, while the cancers themselves may be slow-growing and may not pose serious health problems in patients' remaining years. But the message that everyone must screen for cancer has become so deep-rooted that when health care experts recommended that women under 50 and over 74 stop screening for breast cancer, it caused a riotous reaction among doctors, patients and advocacy groups.

It's hard to uproot deeply held beliefs about cancer screening with scientific data. Certainly, there are people over age 75 who have had cancers detected by routine screening, and gained several extra years of life because of treatment. And clearly, people over age 75 who have other risk factors for cancer, such as a family history or prior personal experience with the disease, should continue to get screened regularly. But for the remainder, the risk of cancer, while increased at the end of life, must be balanced with other factors like remaining life expectancy
 （预期寿命）.

A recent study suggests that doctors start to make more objective decisions about who will truly benefit from screening—especially considering the explosion of the elderly that will soon swell our population.

It's not an easy calculation to make, but one that makes sense for all patients. Dr. Otis Brawley said,“Many doctors are ordering screening tests purely to cover themselves. We need to think about the rational use of health care.”

That means making some difficult decisions with elderly patients, and going against the misguided belief that when it comes to health care, more is always better.

 本题问上汽车保养课的人在课程的第一阶段做什么。对话中女士提到，在课程的第一阶段，也就是前半个小时，组织这个课的人会详细地讲解汽车的某个特殊的部件，学员进行学习。四项中只有C项“听老师的讲解”与这一意思一致，故为正确答案。

The difficult situation finally changed when Aaron moved recently. Pat's children were with their father, so she took a picnic lunch to her friend's new place, then spent the day helping her unpack and get settled.“I was so grateful,”Aaron says,［18］“that I persuaded Pat to let me return the favor in my own way with season tickets to our little theater group.
 ［19］I think she's beginning to recognize that she contributes as much to our friendship as I do.”

结论：本题考查某位女士的某种特征，可能与她交朋友的习惯有关。听音时应先辨别she的指代对象。


【解析】
 题目问关于Pat我们知道什么。短文在第一次提到Pat时说：“她的朋友，帕特，是一位离婚妈妈，有三个孩子，如今她正在努力使收支平衡。”make ends meet这一习语表示“使收支相抵，勉强养家糊口”，意味着经济条件很差，需要量入为出。B项中的is not well off意为“不富裕，经济条件不好”，与短文中的描述相吻合，故为正确答案。其他三项短文均未提及。解答此题需要理解两个习语，难度较高。

17. C


【解题思路】
 四项均为以their开头的名词短语，分别为：他（她）们相似的社会地位、相互的依赖、共同的兴趣以及相同的性情。similar、common和identical都是表示相近或相同的形容词，因此需要留意短文中提到的两个人的共同点。根据已知信息来看，they很可能是指Pat和她的朋友。


【解析】
 题目问艾伦为什么和帕特走得很近，也就是问既然能成为朋友，两人之间有何共同点。艾伦说道：“We are both frequent theatergoers.（我们两个人都常去剧院）”。去剧院看戏剧或电影是一种兴趣爱好，故选C。

2. 四项均提及Pat，其中两项提及Pat's kids。

3. 四项均表示对Pat的某种帮助或好意（invite, buy...for..., help, pay for）。

结论：本题考查另一个人对帕特的帮助或好意，这个人很可能是她的朋友。听音时还应留意是否提及帕特的孩子。


【解析】
 题目问为了还帕特的人情，艾伦做了什么事。短文在近结尾处提到，帕特带着吃的去了艾伦的新家，并且帮她拆包、收拾东西，作为回报，艾伦劝说帕特收下了剧院演出的季票，而之前，帕特总是坚持自己付钱买票。D项所说的“艾伦买票赠予帕特”与短文描述相符，且season tickets为关键词复现，故选D。

19. A


【解题思路】


1. 四项均以it开头，其中两项后接can，两项后接cannot。

2. 三项含有与持续、维持有关的词（maintained, last, sustained）。

3. 两项提及差别（difference, different），一项提及相似之处（similar）。

结论：it很可能指代“友情”，可能是问什么因素有利于友情的维系。


【解析】
 题目问从这篇短文中我们能够得知关于友情的什么信息。短文主要叙述的是艾伦与帕特这一对朋友之间发生的事情，帕特的经济条件不如艾伦，但尽管生活艰苦，她仍然拒绝让艾伦替她买戏剧票，总是坚持自己付钱。最近，情况有了转变，当艾伦搬到新家后，帕特带着吃的去拜访，并且帮她拆包、收拾东西，作为回报，艾伦劝说帕特收下了剧院演出的季票。艾伦说：“我想她已经开始意识到，她为我们的友谊作出的贡献和我是一样多的。”这说明，只要两个人都愿意为他们之间的友情作出贡献，即使收入水平差距很大，也能产生友情。本题选A，其他三项均无法从短文中找到依据。

Passage Two

【听力原文】

Sun School, in the town of Ashburton, England, is a day school for children aged 10 to 18.［20］It is based on the value of social equality between students and staff,
 and has few rules. Sun School believes that the healthy growth of a child is more important than academic success. It offers a variety of lessons and activities for students to choose from, and free time for children to follow their own interests. Classes are small, and based on the individual needs of each child.［21］The timetable is fixed, but democratically decided and students are expected to attend.
 The weekly school meeting is at the center of the way Sun School is organized. It makes all the decisions that affect the school, including rules, the timetable and accepting or rejecting new students and teachers.［21］Participating in these meetings gives the children an understanding of democratic decision-making and helps them develop their skills of argument and persuasion.
 The most important advantage of the school meeting is that it shows the children that the school is really theirs. They have the right to decide on changes. And the school's success or failure depends on their decisions and their behavior. Sun School employs no cooking or cleaning staff. These jobs are done by the students and teachers. Decorating and simple repairs are also done by the students.［22］It is believed that for the school to truly belong to those who use it, they must take responsibility for its maintenance.

 题目问Sun School是基于什么样的价值观。关键词based on出现在原文开头，第二句提到：“它（太阳学校）是基于‘学生与教职工享有平等的社会地位’这一价值观。”原文中说的是social equality between students and staff, C项中将staff替换成了teachers，其余信息均与短文表述吻合，故为正确答案。

21. D

 四项均为形容词，分别为：有效率的、复杂的、冗长的、民主的，词汇的感情色彩不同，但都可用于回答事物具有哪种特征。听音时应注意辨别是问哪种事物。


【解析】
 题目问太阳学校决策制定的过程具有什么样的特点。讲话者介绍道：“时间表是固定的，但是是民主决策的结果……每周一次的学校大会是太阳学校主要的组织形式。它融合了一切会对学校产生影响的决策，包括规章制度、时间表、对新学生和新教师的接纳与拒绝。参与这些会议能使学生对民主决策有所理解，并且帮助他们培养辩论和说服别人的才能。”结合democratically decided和democratic decision-making这两个关键短语以及讲话者的介绍，我们能够推知太阳学校的决策过程明显具有民主的特点。故选D。

1. 四项均为以to开头的不定式状语，表目的。

2. 四项均含有表示积极意义的动词（help, try, provide, enable）。

3. 两项含有them，一项含有students，再结合acquire和learn推测，them指代的是学生。

结论：本题考查做某事的目的，可能是某事对于学生有何益处。


【解析】
 题目问为什么太阳学校让学生负责学校的日常维修。太阳学校的办学理念是学生就是学校的主人。讲话者提到，该学校不雇用厨师和清洁工，这些工作都是由学生和教师完成的，校园装饰和简单维修也都由学生来做，对于一座真正属于其使用者的学校来说，这些使用者必须负责学校的日常维修。可见学校的目的是让学生以主人翁的精神来爱护自己的学校，D项中的take responsibility为关键词的原词复现，故选D。讲话者并没有提到学校的这项决策与亲身经历、运营成本和勤工俭学有何关联。

Passage Three

【听力原文】

［23］Well, to continue, as I mentioned earlier, there is also research that demonstrates that individuals perform worse, not better on tasks when other people are there.
 R.W. Hubbert did an interesting experiment. He had his subjects learn a finger maze. This is a game in which you indicate with your finger the way through a complex system of passages or paths. The subjects who had an audience did worse than the subjects who did alone.

Now how can we explain these very different results? It seemed very confusing for a long time. Social psychologist, John Roberts, finally cleared up the confusion about why people sometimes perform better and sometimes worse in front of an audience.［24］Roberts found that the presence of an audience facilitates what you already know how to do. That is, if you know what you are doing, having an audience helps you do it better.
 But if you don't already know how to do something, you will probably make some mistakes and you will make mistakes for a longer time if you have an audience. That's exactly what happened to the subjects who were learning the finger maze.

So, if you are doing well, having an audience increases the chances that you will continue to do well. If you are doing badly, having an audience increases the chances that you will continue to do badly.［25］Roberts cleverly pointed out that when you are first learning something, you are better off working alone than practising with other people.

结论：本题为本篇短文的第一题，可能考查讨论的话题。


【解析】
 题目问的并不是本篇短文的话题，而是讲话者在进行这段阐述之前可能讲了什么内容，此类问题的答题线索往往在短文的开头处。短文第一句提到：“好，我们接着讲。正如我之前提到的，也有研究表明，一个人在有他人在场的时候，常常会表现得更糟，而不是更好。”worse和not better暗示之前讲话者所说的内容应该是“一个人在有他人在场的时候，常常会表现得更好”。故选B。

24. C


【解题思路】


1. 四项均以when you开头，表明事情发生的时间条件。

2. 两项涉及观众以及其他人（audience, other people）。

结论：本题可能涉及某种情境对人与他人关系的影响，要特别留意时间条件。


【解析】
 题目问根据罗伯茨的观点，什么时候观众的存在会帮助你表现得更好。可以在短文中部的人名处找到答题线索。约翰·罗伯茨是一名社会心理学家，他解开了为什么人们在观众面前有时表现好，有时表现差这一难题。他发现，当你已经知道该做什么，也就是你知道自己在做什么的时候，观众能帮助你表现得更好。这段论述的关键词是you already know how to do，对应C项，故选C。

25. B


【解题思路】
 四项均为以动名词开头的短语，分别为：不断练习、独立工作、通过行动来学习、使用已被证实的方法。听音重点为constantly、by oneself、doing和proven。


【解析】
 罗伯茨提到，如果你不知道自己在做什么，也就是准备不充分的话，你很可能就会犯错，而当有观众在场的时候，这种犯错会持续更长的时间。因此他建议，如果你是第一次学做某件事，开始时最好先独立练习，而不是和其他人一起练习。B项中的working by oneself是对短文中提到的working alone的同义转述，故选B。

Should Sugar Be Regulated like Alcohol and Tobacco?

Sugar poses enough health risks that it should be considered a controlled substance just like alcohol and tobacco, argue a team of researchers from the University of California, San Francisco（UCSF）.

In an opinion piece called“The Toxic
 （毒性的）Truth About Sugar”published Feb. 1 in Nature
 , Robert Lustig, Laura Schmidt and Claire Brindis argue that it's wrong to consider sugar just“empty calories.”They write:“There is nothing empty about these calories. A growing body of scientific evidence is showing that fructose
 （果糖）can trigger processes that lead to liver toxicity and a host of other chronic diseases. A little is not a problem, but a lot kills—slowly.”

Almost everyone's heard of—or personally experienced—the well-known sugar high, so perhaps the comparison between sugar and alcohol or tobacco shouldn't come as a surprise. But it's doubtful that Americans will look favorably upon regulating their favorite vice. We're a nation that's sweet on sugar: the average U.S. adult downs 22 teaspoons of sugar a day, according to the American Heart Association, and surveys have found that teens swallow 34 teaspoons.

To counter our consumption, the authors advocate taxing sugary foods and controlling sales to kids under 17. Already, 17% of U.S. children and teens are obese
 （肥胖的）, and across the world the sugar intake
 （摄入）has increased three times in the past 50 years. The increase has helped create a global obesity plague that contributes to 35 million annual deaths worldwide from noninfectious diseases including cancer, heart disease and diabetes. Linda Matzigkeit, a senior vice president at Children's Healthcare, said“We have to do something about this or our country is in danger. It's not good if your state has the second-highest obesity rate. Obese children turn into obese adults.”

“There are good calories and bad calories, just as there are good fats and bad fats, good amino acids
 （氨基酸）and bad amino acids,”Lustig, director of the Weight Assessment for Teen and Child Health program at UCSF, said in a statement.“But sugar is toxic beyond its calories.”

The food industry tries to imply that“a calorie is a calorie,”says Kelly Brownell, director of the Rudd Center for Food Policy and Obesity at Yale University.“But this and other research suggests there is something different about sugar,”says Brownell.

The UCSF report emphasizes the metabolic
 （新陈代谢的）effects of sugar. Excess sugar can alter metabolism, raise blood pressure, affect the signaling of hormones and damage the liver—outcomes that sound suspiciously similar to what can happen after a person drinks too much alcohol. Schmidt, co-chair of UCSF's Community Engagement and Health Policy program, noted on CNN:“When you think about it, this actually makes a lot of sense. Alcohol, after all, is simply made from sugar. Where does vodka come from? Sugar.”

But there are also other areas of impact that researchers have investigated: the effect of sugar on the brain and how liquid calories are interpreted differently by the body than solids. Research has suggested that sugar activates the same reward pathways in the brain as traditional drugs of abuse like morphine or heroin. No one is claiming the effect of sugar is quite that strong, but, says Brownell,“it helps confirm what people tell you sometimes, that they hunger for sugar and have withdrawal symptoms when they stop eating it.”

There's also something particularly tricky about sugary drinks.“When calories come in liquids, the body doesn't feel as full,”says Brownell.“People are getting more of their calories than ever before from sugared drinks.”

Other countries, including France, Greece and Denmark, impose soda taxes, and the concept is being considered in at least 20 U.S. cities and states. Last summer, Philadelphia came close to passing a 2-cents-per-ounce soda tax. The Rudd Center has been a strong advocate of a more modest 1-cent-per-ounce tax. But at least one study, from 2010, has raised doubts that soda taxes would result in significant weight loss: apparently people who are determined to eat—and drink—unhealthily will find ways to do it. Teens—no surprise—are good at finding ways to get the things they can't have, so state policies banning all sugar-sweetened drinks from public schools and providing only water, milk or 100% fruit juices haven't had the intended effect of steering kids away from drinking sugared drinks: the average teen consumes about 300 calories per day—that's nearly 15% of his daily calories—in sweetened drinks, and the food and drink industry is only too happy to feed this need.

Ultimately, regulating sugar will prove particularly tricky because it goes beyond health concerns; sugar, for so many people, is love. A plate of cut-up vegetables just doesn't pack the same emotional punch as a tin of home-made chocolate chip cookies
 （饼干）, which is why I took my daughter out for a cupcake and not an apple as an after-school treat today. We don't do that regularly—it's the first time this school year, actually—and that's what made it special. As a society, could we ever reach the point where we'd think apples—not a cupcake—are something to get excited over? Says Brindis, one of the report's authors and director of UCSF's Philip R. Lee Institute for Health Policy Studies:“We recognize that there are cultural and celebratory aspects of sugar. Changing these patterns is very complicated.”

For inroads
 （进展）to be made, say the authors in their statement, people have to be better educated about the hazards of sugar and agree that something's got to change:

Many of the interventions

These lessons I'm learning, however valuable, are always tinged

Underwriters Laboratories issued a report last week that found 48% of consumers“feel high-tech manufacturers bring new products to market faster than people need them.”

There are two possible explanations. The first, obvious one is that the pace of innovation

That is, the new offerings companies are pushing out the door every six months or so are me-too products or ones with just a couple of new features. Marketing schedules, not product innovation, are driving the corporate
 （公司的）train. Manufacturers in America valued“speed to market”more than in other countries, the report found.

Sara Greenstein, Underwriters Laboratories' chief strategy officer, offered her interpretation of the survey results,“Innovation is too fast only if corners are cut.”

For the high-tech sector, there are a few other interesting findings. Consumers are less concerned about safety in high-tech products than categories like fresh and processed food. But their top safety concerns are emissions and wireless radio waves. Many people, it seems, are uneasy living in a thickening cloud of radio waves from mobile phone towers and the gadgets they communicate with.

A finding that was a bit surprising is that to consumers, the inner parts of high-tech devices do apparently matter. Some 55% of consumers, according to the report, said they are“more concerned about where high-tech components come from than where the product was assembled.”

The report doesn't really say how that information would affect consumer buying decisions. It could be complicated. Manufacturing companies on average rely on more than 35 contract suppliers around the world to create a single product. That number would be higher for a smartphone or laptop.

But maybe some sort of supply-chain labeling showing where parts come from in a product?“We're working on it,”Ms. Greenstein said.

Since I started working part-time at a grocery store, I have learned that a customer is more than someone who buy something. To me, a customer is a person whose memory fails entirely once he or she starts to push a shopping cart. One of the first things customers forget is how to count. There is no other way to explain how so many people get in the express line, which is clearly marked 15 items or less, with 20, 25 or even a cart load of items. Customers also forget why they came to the store in the first place. Just as I finish ringing up an order, a customer will say,“Oops, I forgot to pick up a fresh loaf of bread. I hope you don't mind waiting while I go get it.”Five minutes later, he's back with the bread, a bottle of milk, and three rolls of paper towels. Strange as it seems customers also seem to forget that they have to pay for their groceries. Instead of writing a check or looking for a credit card while I am ringing up the groceries, my customer will wait until I announce the total. Then, in surprise, she says,“Oh no, what did I do with my check book?”After five minutes of digging through her purse, she borrows my pen because she's forgotten hers. But I have to be tolerant of customers because they pay my salary, and that's something I can't afford to forget.

Passage Two

The speech delivery style of Europeans and Asians tends to be very formal. Speakers of these cultures often read oral presentations from carefully-written manuscripts. On the other hand, American speakers are generally more informal relative to speakers in other cultures. American audiences prefer a natural, spontaneous delivery that conveys a lively sense of communication. They don't relate well to speakers who read from a manuscript. If you use an outline of your ideas instead of a prepared text, your speech will not only sound more natural, but you will also be able to establish better relationship with your listeners and keep their attention. Seven Steps to a More Fulfilling Job

A）Many people today find themselves in unfulfilling work situations. In fact, one in four workers is dissatisfied with their current job, according to the recent“Plans for 2004”survey. Their career path may be financially rewarding, but it doesn't meet their emotional, social or creative needs. They're stuck, unhappy, and have no idea what to do about it, except move to another job.

B）Mary Lyn Miller, veteran career consultant and founder of the Life and Career Clinic, says that when most people are unhappy about their work, their first thought is to get a different job. Instead, Miller suggests looking at the possibility of a different life. Through her book, 8 Myths of Making a Living
 , as well as workshops, seminars and personal coaching and consulting, she has helped thousands of dissatisfied workers reassess life and work.

C）Like the way of Zen, which includes understanding of oneself as one really is, Miller encourages job seekers and those dissatisfied work or life to examine their beliefs about work and recognize that“in many cases your beliefs are what brought you to where you are today.”You may have been raised to think that women were best at nurturing and caring and, therefore, should be teachers and nurses. So that's what you did. Or, perhaps you were brought up to believe that you should do what your father did, so you have taken over the family business, or become a dentist“just like dad”. If this sounds familiar, it's probably time to look at the new possibilities for your future.

D）Miller developed a 7-step process to help potential job seekers assess their current situation and beliefs, identify their real passion, and start on a journey that allows them to pursue their passion through work.

E）Step 1: Willingness to do something different. Breaking the cycle of doing what you have always done is one of the most difficult tasks for job seekers. Many find it difficult to steer
 （行驶）away from a career path or make a change, even if it doesn't feel right. Miller urges job seekers to open their minds to other possibilities beyond what they are currently doing.

F）Step 2: Commitment to being who you are, not who or what someone wants you to be. Look at the gifts and talents you have and make a commitment to pursue those things that you love most. If you love the social aspects of your job, but are stuck inside an office or“chained to your desk”most of the time, vow to follow your instinct and investigate alternative careers and work that allow you more time to interact with others. Dawn worked as a manager for a large retail clothing store for several years. Though she had advanced within the company, she felt frustrated and longed to be involved with nature and the outdoors. She decided to go to school nights and weekends to pursue her true passion by earning her master's degree in forestry
 （林业学）. She now works in the biotech forestry division of a major paper company.

G）Step 3: Self-definition. Miller suggests that once job seekers know who they are, they need to know how to sell themselves.“In the job market, you are a product. And just like a product, you must know the features and benefits that you have to offer a potential client, or employer.”Examine the skills and knowledge that you have and identify how they can apply to your desired occupation. Your qualities will exhibit to employers why they should hire you over other candidates.

H）Step 4: Attain a level of self-honoring. Self-honoring or self-love may seem like an odd step for job hunters, but being able to accept yourself, without judgment, helps eliminate insecurities and will make you more self-assured. By accepting who you are—all your emotions, hopes and dreams, your personality, and your unique way of being—you'll project more confidence when networking
 （沟通）and talking with potential employers. The power of self-honoring can help to break all the falsehoods you were programmed to believe—those that made you feel that you were not good enough, or strong enough, or intelligent enough to do what you truly desire.

I）Step 5: Vision. Miller suggests that job seekers develop a vision that embraces the answer to“What do I really want to do?”One should create a solid statement in a dozen or so sentences that describe in detail how they see their life related to work. For instance, the secretary who longs to be an actress describes a life that allows her to express her love of Shakespeare on stage. A real estate agent, attracted to his current job because he loves fixing up old homes, describes buying properties that need a little tender loving care to make them more saleable.

J）Step 6: Appropriate risk. Some philosophers believe that the way to enlightenment
 （启迪）comes through facing obstacles and difficulties. Once people discover their passion, many are too scared to do anything about it. Instead, they do nothing. With this step, job seekers should assess what they are willing to give up, or risk, in pursuit of their dream. For one working mom, that meant taking night classes to learn new computer-aided design skills, while still earning a salary and keeping her day job. For someone else, it may mean quitting his or her job, taking out a loan and going back to school full time. You'll move one step closer to your ideal work life if you identify how much risk you are willing to take and the sacrifices you are willing to make.

K）Step 7: Action. Some teachers of philosophy describe action in this way,“If one wants to get to the top of a mountain, just sitting at the foot thinking about it will not bring one there. It is by making the effort of climbing up the mountain, step by step, that eventually the summit is reached.”All too often, it is the lack of action that ultimately holds people back from attaining their ideals. Creating a plan and taking it one step at a time can lead to new and different job opportunities. Job-hunting tasks gain added meaning as you sense their importance in your quest for a more meaningful work life. The plan can include researching industries and occupations, talking to people who are in your desired area of work, taking classes, or accepting volunteer work in your targeted field.

Junk food is everywhere. We're eating way too much of it. Most of us know what we're doing and yet we do it anyway.

So here's a suggestion offered by two researchers at the Rand Corporation: Why not take a lesson from alcohol control policies and apply them to where food is sold and how it's displayed?

“Many policy measures to control obesity
 （肥胖症）assume that people consciously and rationally choose what and how much they eat and therefore focus on providing information and more access to healthier foods,”note the two researchers.

“In contrast,”the researchers continue,“many regulations that don't assume people make rational choices have been successfully applied to control alcohol, a substance—like food—of which immoderate consumption leads to serious health problems.”

The research references studies of people's behavior with food and alcohol and results of alcohol restrictions, and then lists five regulations that the researchers think might be promising if applied to junk foods. Among them:

Density restrictions: licenses to sell alcohol aren't handed out unplanned to all comers but are allotted
 （分配）based on the number of places in an area that already sell alcohol. These make alcohol less easy to get and reduce the number of psychological cues to drink.

Similarly, the researchers say, being presented with junk food stimulates our desire to eat it. So why not limit the density of food outlets, particularly ones that sell food rich in empty calories? And why not limit sale of food in places that aren't primarily food stores?

Display and sales restrictions: California has a rule prohibiting alcohol displays near the cash registers in gas stations, and in most places you can't buy alcohol at drive-through facilities. At supermarkets, food companies pay to have their wares in places where they're easily seen. One could remove junk food to the back of the store and ban them from the shelves at checkout lines. The other measures include restricting portion sizes, taxing and prohibiting special price deals for junk foods, and placing warning labels on the products.

Kodak's decision to file for bankruptcy
 （破产）protection is a sad, though not unexpected, turning point for a leading American corporation that pioneered consumer photography and dominated the film market for decades, but ultimately failed to adapt to the digital revolution.

Although many attribute Kodak's downfall to“complacency
 （自满）,”that explanation doesn't acknowledge the lengths to which the company went to reinvent itself. Decades ago, Kodak anticipated that digital photography would overtake film—and in fact, Kodak invented the first digital camera in 1975—but in a fateful decision, the company chose to shelf its new discovery to focus on its traditional film business.

It wasn't that Kodak was blind to the future, said Rebecca Henderson, a professor at Harvard Business School, but rather that it failed to execute on a strategy to confront it. By the time the company realized its mistake, it was too late.

Kodak is an example of a firm that was very much aware that they had to adapt, and spent a lot of money trying to do so, but ultimately failed. Large companies have a difficult time switching to new markets because there is a temptation to put existing assets into the new businesses.

Although Kodak anticipated the inevitable rise of digital photography, its corporate
 （企业的）culture was too rooted in the successes of the past for it to make the clean break necessary to fully embrace the future. They were a company stuck in time. Their history was so important to them. Now their history has become a liability.

Kodak's downfall over the last several decades was dramatic. In 1976, the company commanded 90% of the market for photographic film and 85% of the market for cameras. But the 1980s brought new competition from Japanese film company Fuji Photo, which undermined Kodak by offering lower prices for film and photo supplies. Kodak's decision not to pursue the role of official film for the 1984 Los Angeles Olympics was a major miscalculation. The bid went instead to Fuji, which exploited its sponsorship to win a permanent foothold in the marketplace.

从小事做起

做小事是做大事的必要步骤。通过做小事，人们会获得经验和技能，这些经验和技能能够指引人们通向成功。以托马斯·爱迪生为例，为了找到合适的灯丝，他试验了1600多种材料。这些试验在其他人看来都是小事，然而，如果没有这些小事，爱迪生就不可能发明电灯泡。

我认为人们不应该轻视小事情。相反，人们应该认真对待小事情。古语道：“不积跬步，无以至千里；不积小流，无以成江海。”

【句法点评】

1. As shown in the picture above, the son says,“Dad, I'm a bit worried about disposing of nuclear waste.”

看图作文开篇通常使用“如图所示”，可以表达这一含义的结构除了As shown in the picture外还有：“As we can see in the picture”,“According to the picture, it is obvious that”,“What we can see in the picture is that”等等。

2. Pointing at the full dustbin beside him, his father replies,“If you can empty the dustbin here, you can do anything!”

分词短语pointing at the full dustbin beside him在句中作伴随状语，它的使用使句式富于变化；另外，分词短语点明漫画隐含的信息：垃圾箱的位置（在爸爸身边）及状态（满了）。

3. By doing small things, people will gain experience and skills, which can lead them to success.

使用非限制性定语从句，进一步补充说明主句中的experience and skills的作用。

4. Those over 1,600 tests are small things in other people's minds; however, without them Thomas Edison couldn't have invented the electric light bulb.

后半分句使用了虚拟语气，without them相当于if there had not been those small things，主句“爱迪生就不可能发明电灯泡”是与过去事实相反的一种情况，故应用couldn't have done的形式。

 　Listening Comprehension

Section A

1. C


M: I don't know what to do with Timmy. This morning I found orange juice spilled all over the kitchen floor.

W: Don't be so hard on him. He's only four.


Q: What does the woman mean?




【听前预测】


1. 两项以children开头，一项以Timmy（昵称）开头。

2. 两项含有should，一项含有shouldn't。

3. 一项含有be more careful，一项含有the right way。

结论：对话可能与小孩子做错了事或应该如何做有关。


【解析】
 男士一大早发现厨房的地板上洒了一地的橙汁，很生气，跟女士抱怨说真不知道该拿蒂米（很可能是他的儿子）怎么办了。女士说：“不要对他这么苛刻。他才四岁。”可见女士觉得小孩子淘气一些情有可原，男士不应该发这么大的火，故C项为正确答案。本题的难点有两个：首先，对话中的be hard on sb.意为“对某人苛刻”；其次，C项中的短语make a fuss意为“大惊小怪，小题大做”。

2. A


W: Excuse me, sir. I would like to know about the fitness training program in your club.


M: I'll have you speak with the director in charge of new accounts.

Q: What is the woman interested in?




【听前预测】


1. 四项均为名词短语，分别为健身训练、新的工作机会、计算机编程和俱乐部的主管职位。

2. 两项含有与健身有关的词汇（fitness training, club），两项含有与工作有关的词汇（job offer, directorship）。

结论：需留意对话中提到的事物是否与健身或工作相关。


【解析】
 女士想询问有关某俱乐部健身训练项目的信息，男士答复说他将请他们负责新客户（new accounts）业务的主管来向女士介绍。A项中的fitness training是原词重现，故为答案。

3. B


W: It's really cold in this apartment. Can we turn up the heat a little bit?

M: Sorry, I've run out of money and can hardly pay the fuel bill.
 Maybe you'd better put on a sweater.

Q: What does the man mean?




【听前预测】


1. 两项以he开头。

2. 一项含有needs，一项含有has got to。

3. 三项含有与金钱或买卖有关的词汇（buy, save on, bills, price）。

4. 两项提及fuel，一项提及heating。

结论：本题可能涉及购买、花钱等事宜，并可能与燃料、采暖有关。应留意听男士的话，重点是判断出他不得不做什么事情。


【解析】
 女士向男士抱怨房间里太冷了，问能不能把暖气温度调高一点（turn up the heat）。男士回答说他没有钱了（run out of money），几乎付不起燃料费账单了，建议女士还是多穿一件毛衣凑合一下。可见男士是因为没钱了，付不起更多采暖费，所以不敢调高暖气温度，也就是他不得不节省燃料费。故选B。

4. A


M: I'm sorry, miss. But you have to come with me to the security office. The video cameras in our shop have recorded everything you did.


W: No, no. I...I didn't do anything. I'll call the police if you dare insult me.

Q: What does the man think the woman was doing?




【听前预测】


1. 四项均为动名词短语。

2. 两项含有与拍照有关的词汇（taking pictures, posing, camera）。

结论：本题考查动作，可能与拍照有关。


【解析】
 对话中提到了camera，但不是“照相机”，而是video camera“摄像头”。男士叫住女士，让她跟他去一下保卫室，称他们商店的摄像头拍下了女士所做的事情，但是女士坚称她没有不当行为，如果男士敢侮辱她的话她就报警。根据男士所说的security office可知事情与安保有关，再由摄像头监控可知男士很可能是怀疑女士在商店行窃，答案为A。

5. B


M: I think you ought to see a doctor right away about that cough.

W: Well, I'll wait a few more days. I'm sure I'll get over it soon.


Q: What do we learn about the woman?




【听前预测】


1. 四项均以she开头。

2. 三项含有与生病有关的词汇（medicine, doctor, recovered, cough）。

3. 一项为现在进行时，一项为一般现在时，两项为现在完成时。

结论：女士可能生病了，题目可能与女士目前的状况或女士已经采取的应对措施有关。


【解析】
 女士想必咳嗽得厉害，因此男士才对她说：“我想你应该立刻去让医生看一下你的咳嗽。”对此女士的回答是她想再等几天（wait a few more days），因为她确信自己很快就会好起来的，意思应该是如果不好转的话再去。可见女士还没有去看医生，故选B。

6. D


M: I've heard that Pamela made quite a few mistakes in her lab report.

W: Well, she wouldn't have if she hadn't been in such a hurry to get it done.


Q: What does the woman imply?




【听前预测】


1. 四项均以Pamela开头。

2. 两项含有与研究有关的词汇（report, research papers）。

3. 三项含有表示否定含义的词汇（not, avoided）。

结论：对话可能与帕梅拉所做的研究有关，涉及某种不好的情况。应留意对话中提到Pamela的地方说了什么。


【解析】
 男士听说帕梅拉在她的实验报告中犯了不少的错误，女士回答道：“如果她不那么匆忙完成的话也就不会犯这么多错误了。”可见，女士暗示mistakes与in a hurry相关，这种情况本可以避免。答案应选D。

7. C


M: We'd better check out before 12 o'clock, Mary. And now there are only 30 minutes left.

W: Let's hurry up. You go pay the bill, and I'll call the reception to have our luggage taken downstairs.


Q: Where does this conversation most probably take place?




【听前预测】


1. 四项均为地点状语，分别为在行李寄存处、在宾馆的前台、在宾馆的房间、在机场。

2. 四个地点均与旅途有关。

结论：应留意文中的地点信息，因为本题很可能是问对话发生在什么地方，或者两人约好在什么地方见面。


【解析】
 男士对女士说他们最好在12点之前退房（check out），现在时间紧迫。女士说得抓紧时间，让男士先去结账，她给前台打电话叫人帮忙把行李搬下楼。不难推知两人还在宾馆的房间中。故选C。

8. D


W: Have you ever heard this speaker before?

M: Yeah. She's excellent. She gets her point across, and is entertaining at the same time.


Q: What does the man say about the speaker?




【听前预测】


1. 四项均以she开头

2. 四项分别涉及女士的身份、工作、爱好和擅长的事情。

3. 三项为一般现在时，一项为一般过去时。

结论：应留意对女士进行描述的内容。


【解析】
 题目所问的女士并不是正在说话的女士，而是一位speaker。对话中女士问男士之前是否听说过这位演讲者，男士给予了肯定回答，并说这位演讲者既能清楚传达她的观点（gets her point across），同时又讲得很风趣，故选D。本题的重点在于明白get one's point across这一短语的意思是“清楚地传达某人的观点”。

Conversation One

M:［9］What should I do about Mr. Romero? Remember?
 He said it was important, and couldn't wait. I think he may want you for that new movie he's directing.

W: That's absolutely correct. Now, we have to fit him in somewhere. Uh...what does Monday morning look like?

M: That doesn't look so good. You have a makeup session starting at 6:00, then filming starts at 8:00, and that's going to take the whole morning.

W: Well, what's after that?

M:［10］You'll have lunch with your agents to discuss the awards ceremony and you ought to meet them at 1 o'clock at the restaurant.


W: Oh, terrific! Listen, I cannot miss that, but I still have to make time for Mr. Romero.

M: Well, now, don't forget you've got a 3 o'clock appointment with your fashion designer.

W: That's right. You know he's showing the latest fashions from Japan? You know that loose-fitting look? Those clothes are so in this year.

M: At 4:30 you have an appointment with your hair dresser. Then at 7:00, you have dinner with a journalist. Now remember: Be nice to that guy.

W: Do I have to? That won't be easy. And it's likely to run late. How does Tuesday look?

M: Well, you have to spend the whole morning at the photographers'. They are taking photos to publicize your new movie.

W: What about the afternoon? Am I free then?

M: Let me see. Yes, you are free after 3:30.

W: Then you can set up a meeting with Mr. Romero at 4:00.

M:［11］OK. I will get on it right away.

9. A


【听前预测】


1. 四项均以动词-ing形式开头。

2. 四项均提到了具体的事项（appointment with Mr. Romero, the designer's latest fashion show, an important gathering, the filming）。

3. 两项含有与时间安排有关的词（arranging the woman's appointment, fixing the time），两项提到了具体的时间点（Tuesday, Monday morning）。

结论：本题考查的内容可能与事项安排有关。听音时应关注与时间有关的词以及具体的事项安排，并注意加以区分。


【解析】
 开头部分就点明了整个对话的主题，男士问女士应该怎样安排罗梅罗先生，他有很重要的事情要和女士谈，女士说必须把他排进日程表。然后两人对女士周一和周二的时间安排进行了讨论，并最终找到了合适的时间。故可知，本题答案为A项。其他三项中的designer、fashion、gathering、filming对话中都有原词或同义词出现，但这些只是女士在周一或周二原有的具体安排，并非两人正在讨论的事情，故均可排除。

10. B


【听前预测】


1. 三项为名词短语，一项为可以起到名词作用的不定式短语。

2. 两项中提到了her。

结论：本题考查的内容可能与女士要做的事情有关。由于选项信息点比较分散，考生在听音时要注意与女士有关的内容，并将听音重点放在travel to Japan、awards ceremony、hairstyle和makeup session上，然后根据问题做出判断。


【解析】
 在谈到周一的安排时，男士说女士上午要化妆和拍摄电影，然后要和经纪人一起吃午饭并讨论颁奖典礼的事情。故本题答案为选项B。B项中的awards ceremony（颁奖典礼）属于原词重现。

11. C


【听前预测】


1. 四项均以he开头。

2. 四项分别提到了四种不同的职业（agent, entertainment journalist, assistant, movie star）。

结论：本题可能考查的是男士的职业。听音时要对与男士有关的内容或表示职业的词语多加注意。


【解析】
 对话一开始，男士就问女士应该怎么安排她与罗梅罗先生的见面，然后在女士要求必须把罗梅罗先生排进日程表之后，男士告诉了女士她周一和周二各个时间段的事项安排，对话结尾处，男士回复女士“好的，我马上安排”，由此可知男士是女士的助理。A项中的agent和B项中的journalist对话中均有出现，但两者都是女士会面的对象；D项文中未提及，故三项均可排除。

Conversation Two

M: I'm finding out about this job you've advertised in the paper. This, uh, young sales manager?

W: Oh, yes.

M: I'd like to apply for it. Would you send me an application form?

W:［12］No. You simply send a written application, a letter.


M: Can you tell me a bit more about the job?

W: Well,［13］we're really looking for someone who isn't too concerned about working fairly long hours.


M: What do you mean by“long hours”?

W: This is a job which does, as the advertisement says, have travel possibilities and very often one would be away at weekends, for instance.

M: Oh, I thought you meant working in the evenings and working overtime.

W: Well, it could also mean working in the evenings. But for a managerial post, I am afraid we don't pay overtime. Um...that's for other grades.

M:［15］Oh, what kind of money are you paying then?


W: Well, this is to be negotiated.
 Uh, it depends partly on your experience and education. Perhaps you can tell me briefly what that is?

M: I've just left school and got A-level in geography.

W: Oh, I see.

M:［14］And it's the travel that appeals to me.
 That's why I'm inquiring about the job.

W: Yes, I see. What sort of salary were you thinking in terms of?

M: Starting off...I thought it would be something like 500 pounds a week.

W: Well, send in a written application and then we'll consider your case along with all the other applicants.

M: All right. Many thanks. Goodbye.

W: Bye.

12. What does the woman say an applicant should do first to apply for the job?

13. What kind of a person is the company looking for?

12. B


【听前预测】


1. 四项均以动词原形开头。

2. 四项均含有与面试或职位申请有关的词（interview, application letter, application form, self-introduction）。

结论：该题对动作或行为进行考查，可能与面试的具体环节有关。具体是预约面试、寄送申请信、填写申请表还是在电话中做简单的自我介绍，需要考生在听音时根据关键词加以判断。


【解析】
 在对话的开头部分，男士说自己想要申请女士公司的职位，问女士是否可以给他发一张申请表，女士说不用填写申请表，只需寄送一份申请信就可以了。由此可见，申请者想要申请这份工作首先应该寄送一份申请信，故B项为正确答案。C项是男士询问女士的内容，并非女士所要求的；A、D两项文中并未提及，故三项均可排除。

13. D


【听前预测】


1. 四项均以someone开头，且均为名词短语。

2. 两项含有与求职者的教育背景或工作经验有关的词（a college degree in advertising, experienced in business management），两项含有与求职者个人素质有关的词（ready to take on more responsibilities, willing to work beyond regular hours）。

结论：结合上题的听前预测可知，该题可能考查某职位所面向的求职对象。听音时应将重点放在college degree、experienced、take on more responsibilities和work beyond regular hours上。


【解析】
 对话中女士提到，她的公司真正想要招聘的是对较长的工作时间不太在意的人，然后又进一步解释说这个工作可能需要出差，而且出差经常包含周末，也意味着要上夜班。也就是说，这家公司想要招聘的是愿意在正常上班时间以外工作的人，故D项为正确答案。对话中虽然提到了教育背景和工作经验，但那是制定工资标准时考虑的因素；C项文中未提及，故A、B、C三项均可排除。

14. A


【听前预测】


1. 四项均为名词短语。

2. 四项的内容均与工作的优点有关。

结论：本题考查的内容可能是某职位具有吸引力的方面。具体是出差机会、丰厚的报酬、升职前景还是弹性工作时间，需要考生在听音时对相关内容多加留意。


【解析】
 在对话的后半部分，男士告诉女士“这份工作吸引我的地方正是可以出差。这是我咨询它的原因。”可见男士最喜欢这份工作的一点就是它有出差机会，故答案为A项。其中appeal to意为“对……有吸引力”，与问题中的like属于同义转换。对话中男士说了自己对薪资的期待，但女士并没有告诉男士薪资水平是怎样的，故B项可排除；C项文中未提及；根据上题的解析可知D项也可排除。

15. D


【听前预测】


1. 四项均以it开头。

2. 三项含有与薪资或薪资制定有关的词语（depends on the working hours, about 500 pounds a week, be set by the Human Resources）。

结论：本题可能考查与薪资有关的内容，具体是取决于工作时间、每周500英镑还是由人力资源部门确定，需要考生根据听音内容加以判断，并将听音重点放在各选项的关键词上。


【解析】
 在对话中，当男士问女士薪资水平是怎样的时，女士说这个还需要商讨，它部分取决于男士的工作经验和教育背景，故可知D项为正确答案。A、C两项在对话中未提及，B项是男士自己期望的薪酬，故均可排除。

Section B

Passage One

【听力原文】

［16］A typical large supermarket offers around 17,000 to 20,000 items for sale, and it wants to make sure that its customers see as many of them as possible. That's why you'll only find essential goods like bread, vegetables and meat in completely different parts of the store.
 ［17］Products with a high profit margin are always placed on shelves within easy reach of the customer
 , while lower margin items like sugar or flower are on the top or bottom shelves. Many people make shopping lists before they visit supermarkets.［18］But even so, around 60% of all supermarket purchases are the result of decisions that are taken in the store.
 For this reason, supermarkets try to attract their customers by placing certain kinds of products next to each other. In the UK, beer will often be found next to items for babies because research shows that fathers of babies buy them on their way home from work, and will buy beer at the same time. Research has also showed that this kind of impulse-buy happens more frequently when no sales assistances are nearby.［19］Supermarkets have made selling such a fine art that their customers often lose all sense of time. When interviewed, customers normally guess they have only spent half an hour in the supermarket even when they have been there for over 45 minutes. But that shouldn't be too surprising.
 Any witty profitable supermarket knows that it should keep its clocks well hidden.

快速浏览本部分所有选项，由其中的关键词customers、goods、shelves和sales assistants可大致推断，该文章很可能讲的是与超市购物有关的内容，因此在听音时需要重点关注与之相关的信息。



16. B


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为不定式短语，可推断该题可能对目的进行提问。

2. 两项含有与顾客相关的词（customers, shoppers），两项含有与商品相关的词（goods, products）。

结论：本题可能考查超市做某事的目的，应该与顾客或商品相关。听音重点为give customers...choices、make shoppers see...items、supply...goods和save space for...products。


【解析】
 文章开头提到超市希望尽可能让顾客看到更多的商品，因此将面包、蔬菜和肉类等生活必需品摆放在超市的不同位置，故B项正确。其余三项均不符合文章的意思，故排除。

17. C


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为以on开头的介词短语。

2. 四项均含有shelves。

结论：本题可能考查超市中的某种商品放在哪种货架上，听音时应重点关注此类信息。


【解析】
 文中提到，超市中利润高的商品通常被摆放在顾客最容易拿到的货架上，C项中的easily accessible是原文中within easy reach的同义表达，故为正确答案。

18. A


【解题思路】


1. 四项中均含有them。

2. 四项均含有与数量相关的词（many of, a few of, a majority of, 60% of）。

3. 两项中含有与购物相关的词（buy things, shopping lists）。

结论：本题考查的内容可能与them中一定数量的人的购物情况有关，需根据听音内容先判断出them的指代对象，再有针对性地作答。


【解析】
 文中提到，超市售出的60%左右的商品都是顾客在超市里临时决定购买的，这说明很多顾客在超市的消费都是出于一时冲动，故A项为正确答案。其余三项均不符合文中对超市顾客的描述，故排除。

19. D


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为名词短语。

2. 两项含有sales assistants，两项含有customers。

结论：该题可能是对售货员或顾客的某种行为进行考查，听音重点为high margin goods、following customers around、competing for good bargains以及losing all sense of time。


【解析】
 文章最后提到，超市使得销售行为成为一种艺术，以至于顾客经常在超市中忘记了时间，但这并不十分奇怪，任何一家聪明的、赢利的超市都会把时钟好好藏起来。D项符合文中表述，故为正确答案。

Passage Two

【听力原文】

［20］When Mattie Salon was working on the degree in arts and technology at university, he got an interesting assignment in electronics class—create something for the household. He decided to create an alarm clock.
 “Everybody has to use an alarm clock of some kind every day, and it's extremely unpleasant,”he says.［21］He asked different people what they'd like to wake up to instead of a noisy alarm.
 A lot of them said“the smell of bacon”.［22］So Salon invented a new kind of alarm clock—a wooden box with a pig face and a digital clock that uses the smell of cooking bacon rather than sound to wake someone up.
 He explains,“There is no danger of burning because I build it carefully. It uses light bulbs instead of a flame for cooking and turns off automatically after 10 minutes.”Just a few easy steps are required to set the alarm.“What you do is put in a couple of frozen strips the night before,”says Salon. Bacon is preserved so there is no danger of it spoiling over night.“If you set the alarm for 8 o'clock, it will turn on at 7:50 and slow cook for ten minutes under the bulbs,”he says.“Then the bulbs turn off and the fan blows the smell out through the nose of the pig. So instead of an alarm, you smell yourself awake,”says Salon.“Then you can open the door on the side and pull the bacon out and eat it.”

【整体预测】

快速浏览各题选项，根据其中的关键词research、designs、experiments、automatic mechanism推测，本文很可能与设计制作某种机械装置有关，听音时应重点关注与之相关的内容。



20. C


【解题思路】


1. 四项均为动名词短语。

2. 四项均含有表示“处所”的词（school, institute, college, high-tech company）。

结论：本题考查某人在什么地方做什么事情，听音时应注意与处所有关的信息。


【解析】
 短文开头就提到，马蒂·萨隆在大学攻读艺术与科技专业，新型闹钟是他为完成电子学课的作业而发明的，故C项正确。A项中的mathematics的读音与本文主人公的名字Mattie Salon相似，在听音时应注意区分，避免被误导。

21. D


【解题思路】


1. 四项的主语均为he。

2. 两项含有与“钟表”有关的词（clocks, alarm clock）。

3. 两项含有与“制作某种东西所需的物品”有关的词（designs, materials）。

结论：本题可能考查与he制作钟表有关的事情，听音时首先要确定he的指代对象。


【解析】
 短文提到，马蒂·萨隆征询了很多人的意见，问他们喜欢被如何唤醒，然后他根据这些人的回答决定发明一种用培根的香味代替铃声的闹钟，故D项正确。选项中的he指代的是马蒂·萨隆。选项A、B短文中并未提及，可排除；选项C的意思是“他买了一个带有一张猪脸的闹钟”，根据短文，这个闹钟是他自己设计制作的，而不是买来的，故C项也可排除。

22. C


【解题思路】
 四项均为名词短语，且均以its开头。本题考查的很可能是it的某种性质，听音时首先要确定it指代的是什么。


【解析】

Passage Three

【听力原文】

Most people feel lonely sometimes, but it usually only lasts between a few minutes and a few hours. For some people though, loneliness can last for years. Psychologists are studying this complex phenomenon, and have identified three different types of loneliness.

The first kind of loneliness is temporary. It usually disappears quickly and does not require any special attention.［23］The second type, situational loneliness is a natural result of a particular situation, for example, a divorce or moving to a new place.
 Although this kind of loneliness can cause physical problems, it usually does not last for more than a year. Unlike the second type, the third kind of loneliness usually lasts more than two years and has no specific cause.［24］People who experience habitual loneliness have problems socializing and becoming close to others.
 Unfortunately, many of them think there is little or nothing they can do about it. 语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有lowest和表示最高级的形容词maximum。lowest意为“最低的”，maximum意为“最高的，最大的”，两者意义正好相反。通过上下文可知，此处是在讲散步这种运动让人受伤的危险性。用常识就可以判断，散步让人受伤的危险性应该是最低的。故选H。

37. J

语法判断：空格前为动词get，空格后为名词benefit，可知此处应填入一个形容词或分词，用来修饰benefit。

语意判断：选项中的形容词或分词还有avoidable、component、determined、helping和maximum。根据此句的后半部分aim for 45 minutes a day, an average of five days a week（以每天散步45分钟，平均每周散步五天为目标）可知，此处作者是在教大家如何散步才能让自己获益。maximum意为“最大的”，maximum benefit即“最大的益处”，符合上下文逻辑。avoidable意为“可避免的”，component意为“组成的”，determined意为“坚决的”，helping意为“辅助的”，放入空格处均不符合句意。故选J。

38. D

语法判断：空格前是形容词important，空格后是介词of，可知此处应填入一个名词，而且可以和of搭配。

语意判断：符合条件的选项有component、helping、principle和topic。在上文中，作者讲了散步这种体育活动，此处作者要讲另外一种体育活动。本句的意思是“力量训练是体育活动的另外一个重要的______”。component作名词时，意为“组成部分”，符合句意。helping意为“帮助”，principle意为“原则”，topic意为“话题”，均不符合句意。故选D。

39. I

语法判断：空格前是动词build和连词and，空格后是名词短语bone and muscle mass，可知此处应填入一个与动词build并列的动词，且为原形。

语意判断：符合条件的选项有maintain、prevent和provoke。该句的意思是“它（力量训练）的目的是练就和______骨骼及肌肉的质量，而这两样都会随着年龄的增长而萎缩”。prevent意为“阻止”，provoke意为“激起”，填入空格中都语义不通。根据上下文推断，此处应该指的是对骨骼和肌肉质量的维持、保养之意，故maintain（维持）符合句意。本题选I。

语法判断：空格前是系动词are，空格后是形容词important，可知此处应填入一个副词，修饰后面的important。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有briefly、increasingly和seriously。根据上下文和常识判断，随着人们身体的衰老，柔韧性和平衡性训练应该是越来越重要了。increasingly意为“越来越多地，日益增加地”，符合句意。briefly意为“短暂地”，seriously意为“严重地”，放在句中均语义不通。故选G。

42. B

语法判断：空格前是主语many of them和系动词are，可知此处应填入形容词或分词作表语。

语意判断：符合语法条件的形容词或分词有avoidable、determined和helping。空格所在分句在句中作插入语，将此句的语序还原，应为Many of the result of constant muscle tension and stiffness of joints are ______ 。avoidable意为“可避免的”，determined意为“坚决的”，helping意为“辅助的”。其中只有avoidable填入此处最合适，意为“许多由经常性的肌肉紧张所造成的状况和关节僵硬都是可以避免的。故选B。

43. K

语法判断：空格前为主语simple flexibility training和情态动词can，空格后为代词these，可知此处应填入一个原形动词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有prevent（防止）和provoke（激起）。空格后的these指代的是上文中的constant muscle tension and stiffness of joints（经常性的肌肉紧张和关节僵硬）。根据句意可知，作者在此处是想建议大家做柔韧性训练，从而防止肌肉紧张和关节僵硬现象的发生，让肌肉能够变得更加强壮，关节保持灵活的状态。故选K。

语意判断：符合条件的有helping、principle和topic。后文提到“无论何时，如果身体保持某个姿势有一段时间了，就最好向相反的方向______伸展一下”，可见这里是在讲做柔韧性训练时的要领。三个备选词中，helping意为“帮助”，topic意为“话题”，明显不符合句意。general principle意为“总的原则”，也就是后文所讲的柔韧性训练的要领，符合句意。故选L。

45. C

语法判断：空格前为不定式to，空格后为动词stretch，可判断此处应填入副词，来修饰stretch。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有briefly和seriously。该句话的意思是“无论何时，如果身体保持某个姿势有一段时间了，就最好向相反的方向______伸展一下”。将两个选项代入空格中，briefly stretch意为“短暂地伸展”，符合句意；seriously意为“严重地”，明显不符合句子逻辑。故选C。

H）第四步：肯定自我。做到自我肯定或自爱对于求职者来说可能有些奇怪，但是能够不假思索地接受自己，有助于消除不安，从而增强自信心。［50］通过接受自己，包括你所有的情感、希望、梦想、个性和独特的行事方式，会使你在和未来的雇主沟通或交流时表现得更加自信。
 人们使你相信了种种不真实的观点，让你觉得自己还不够好、不够强大、不够聪明，做不了你真正想做的事情，而自我肯定的力量有助于消除这些自我认识的误区。

I）第五步：想象。［46］米勒建议求职者想象一下如何回答“我真正想做什么”这个问题。
 求职者应该可以用十几句坚定的话语来详细描述自己是如何看待生活与工作之间的关系的。比如说，一名想当演员的秘书描述了一种能够让她在舞台上表达对莎士比亚的爱意的生活；一名房地产经纪人，他从事这份工作的原因是喜欢修理旧房子，他讲述了自己买进一些房屋，而这些房产只需简单打理就能变得更容易出售的情况。

J）第六步：适当地冒风险。一些哲学家认为，踏上豁然开朗之路，首先要直面障碍和困难。［54］一旦人们发现了自己的爱好后，许多人会因为恐惧而缩手缩脚，止步不前。
 什么也不做。在这一步，求职者应该确定为了追求自己的梦想他们愿意放弃什么，或愿意承担什么风险。对于一位有工作的母亲来说，那就意味着白天要上班挣钱，晚上还要去夜校学习新的计算机辅助设计方面的技能；而对于其他人来说，这也许就意味着辞掉工作，申请贷款，重回学校进行全日制学习。如果你清楚地知道自己愿意承担的风险和愿意作出的牺牲，你就向你理想中的工作生活又迈进了一步。

 ，然后列出了五项研究人员认为如果应用到垃圾食品方面可能会有效的规定。其中有：

密度限制：销售酒类的许可证不会毫无计划地发给所有前来申请的人，而会根据一个地区已有的出售酒类的场所数量发放。［58］这些限制使得酒类不那么容易获得，同时减少了喝酒的心理暗示。


［58］研究人员称，同样，垃圾食品展示在我们面前也会刺激我们吃它的欲望。
 ［60］因此，为什么不限制食品专营店，特别是那些出售空热量（高热量、低营养）食品的专营店的密度呢？为什么不限制那些不是食品店的地方出售食物呢？


展示和销售限制：［59］加利福尼亚州有一项规定，禁止在加油站收银机附近展示酒类，而且在大多数地方，你在提供免下车服务的场所买不到酒。
 在超市，食品公司需要付钱才能让其商品摆放在容易被看见的地方。人们可以将垃圾食品移到商店的后面，并且禁止在付款排队处旁边的架子上摆放垃圾食品。其他方法还包括：限制一份垃圾食品的大小、对垃圾食品征税并禁止特价出售垃圾食品，以及在产品上放置警告标识。


【论说文：应该借鉴酒类管制政策，对垃圾食品实施同样管制】

第1段：开篇提出人们知道垃圾食品的危害，但还在大量食用垃圾食品。

第2段：兰德公司的研究人员提出建议：应该学习酒类管制政策，对垃圾食品的销售场所及展示方式进行限制。

第3~4段：指出研究人员认为应该向酒类管制政策学习的原因。

第5段：指出研究人员参考了以前的研究，列出了五项可以应用于控制垃圾食品的规定。

第6~8段：具体介绍了五项规定中的两项：密度限制及展示和销售限制，并指出其他的限制方法。



【答案解析】

56. B

定位：根据题干关键词junk food以及出题顺序和文章顺序基本一致的原则可以定位到文章第一段。

解析：文章第一段前两句话作者指出，垃圾食品无处不在，人们吃了太多的垃圾食品。第三句话提到，Most of us know what we're doing和yet we do it anyway，其中的do指的就是吃垃圾食品，再结合第二句话可知，人们知道自己吃太多垃圾食品是不对的，但还是这样做。这与选项B的表述一致，故本题选B。选项A、C和D根据常识来说都讲得通，但文中都没有提到相关内容，故排除。

57. C

定位：根据题干关键词Rand researchers和policy measures to control obesity可以定位到文章第三段。

解析：文章第三段作者指出，研究人员称，很多控制肥胖症的政策措施都假定人们会有意识地、理性地选择吃什么以及吃多少，因此都将重点放在提供信息以及提供更多获得健康食物的途径上。但从这段的内容中并不能得出答案，我们需继续向下读。第四段第一句提到，相比之下，许多并不假定人们会做出理性选择的规定，在酒类管制方面的应用却很成功，由本句开头的in contrast可知，第三段提到的控制肥胖症的政策措施并不成功，而两种政策的区别在于是否认为人们能做出理性的选择。由此可知，控制肥胖症的政策之所以不成功是因为它以错误的假设为依据，故本题选C。选项A和B文中并未提及，而选项D错在不是控制肥胖症的政策能帮人们做出理性的选择，而是它们以人们能做出理性选择为基础，故排除。

58. D

定位：根据题干关键词density restrictions可定位到文章第六段。

解析：文章第六段作者重点讲述了第五段结尾处提到的五条规定中的一条，即density restrictions（密度限制）。该段提到酒类销售许可证的发放很严格，要依据该地区已有酒类销售场所的数量来决定，由此内容考生容易误选B项，但原文并不是说现在有太多商店出售酒类，所以要设置密度限制，故可排除B项。而本段末句提到，密度限制措施使得酒类不那么容易获得，同时还减少了喝酒的心理暗示，再结合下一段的第一句可知，酒和垃圾食品同样都会刺激人们产生饮用或食用的欲望，故可推知，容易获得酒会导致顾客过度饮酒是酒类管制的政策制定者设置密度限制的原因，故本题答案应为D。A、C两项也无法从文中推知，故也排除。

59. D

定位：根据题干关键词California's rule和alcohol display in gas stations可以定位到文章最后一段第一句。

解析：文章最后一段第一句指出，加利福尼亚州有一项规定，禁止在加油站收银机附近展示酒类，而这句话是作为展示和销售限制规定的一个例子，与售酒店铺的密度无关，故排除A项。根据常识可知，不在收银机附近展示酒不能起到帮助司机戒掉喝酒的习惯，以及预防附近地区交通堵塞的作用，故排除B和C。只有选项D正确，不在收银台附近展示酒，就是为了不让司机在付款的时候直接看到酒，进而产生想买酒的冲动。

60. C

定位：根据题干关键词general guideline可知本题是对文章整体内容的考查，要求考生在理解全文的基础上作答。

解析：题目问兰德公司的研究人员对控制垃圾食品的建议的总体方针是什么。文章从第二段开始提到兰德公司的研究人员，并明确提到他们建议应该学习酒类管制政策，对垃圾食品的销售场所及展示方式进行限制。而文章第3、4段解释了为什么要学习酒类管制政策，第5段至最后一段指出有五项酒类管制政策可以学习，并具体介绍了其中的密度限制及展示和销售限制。由此可见，兰德公司的研究人员关于控制垃圾食品的建议的总体方针就是学习、借鉴酒类管制措施，故选项C正确。A、B和D项均与文章主题不符，也不是研究人员建议控制垃圾食品的总体方针，故排除。

解析：第一段提到，柯达申请破产保护的决定对于一家顶级美国公司而言，是一个令人悲伤却并不出人意料的转折点。柯达曾引领家庭摄影并主导胶卷市场几十年，但最终没能适应数字化的变革。由此可知柯达公司没能适应变革，已经申请破产保护，这与选项B“近乎衰败”表意一致，故选B。本题采用排除法更容易得出答案。选项A说柯达公司went bankrupt all of a sudden（突然破产），这与第一句中的not unexpected不符，既然人们觉得柯达申请破产保护并不令人惊讶，那就是说人们已经看到了柯达正慢慢衰败，所以它的倒闭不是突然的，故排除A项。C项错在文中说柯达之所以衰败是因为没有适应数字化变革，并没有说柯达公司开创了数字化变革，故排除。D项明显与原文不符，柯达过去曾在胶卷行业占统治地位，但现在已不再占据重要位置，故排除。

62. A

定位：根据题干关键词Kodak's invention of the first digital camera可以定位到文章第二段第二句话。

解析：第二段第二句指出，几十年前，柯达预料到数码摄影将会取代胶卷，而且事实上，是柯达在1975年发明了第一台数码照相机。而作者举这个例子正是为了证明第二段第一句话中所表达的观点：尽管许多人认为柯达的衰败是由“自满”导致的，但是这一解释并没有认可该公司彻底改变自己的努力。也就是说，作者提到柯达发明了第一台数码照相机的事是为了证明柯达并非只是一味地自满，它也曾尝试改变自己，故选项A正确。选项B错在柯达的努力并不是为了克服自满，选项C明显和第一段的内容不符。作者提及此事和与日本富士胶片竞争也毫无关系，故排除选项D。

63. D

定位：根据题干关键词large companies和have difficulty switching to new markets可以定位到文章第四段最后一句话。

解析：第四段最后一句话指出，因为存在着将现有资产投放到新业务上的诱惑，大公司转向新市场有一个艰难的过程。这句话还是没有完全讲明白为什么存在将现有资产投放到新业务上的诱惑，大公司就难以转向新市场。我们继续往下读便可知道，柯达公司的企业文化过分扎根于过去的成功，这使其不能放下过去，全然地迎接未来。它辉煌的过去成了负担。所以第五段真正地给出了问题的答案：因为大公司陷在自己辉煌的过去之中，所以它们难以转向新市场，故选项D正确。选项A、B、C文中都没有提及。

64. A

定位：根据题干关键词Kodak's history可以定位到文章第五段最后一句话。

解析：第五段最后一句话指出，现在它的历史成了一种负担。如果考生知道liability有“负担”这一意思的话，本题就很容易选出正确答案A。如果不认识这个词，就要从上下文中分析，柯达的历史对于柯达来说到底意味着什么。由上一题的解析可知，柯达过于看重它辉煌的历史，这使得它不能全然迎接未来，不能适应新的市场，所以它的历史自然成了它的负担。其他三项无法从文章中推断出，故均排除。

65. C

定位：根据题干关键词Kodak's fatal mistake以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可以定位到文章最后一段。

解析：最后一段倒数第二句话中的major miscalculation与题干中的fatal mistake为同义转述，故倒数第二句话的内容即为本题答案。该句指出，柯达决定不再竞逐成为1984年洛杉矶奥林匹克运动会官方胶卷赞助商，这是一次重大的失误。由此可知本题选C。文章最后一句话进一步说明了柯达这一失误的后果——让其竞争对手富士胶片在市场中站稳了脚跟。选项A、B、D文中均未提及，故排除。

Is College a Worthy Investment?

A）Why are we spending so much money on college? And why are we so unhappy about it? We all seem to agree that a college education is wonderful, and yet strangely we worry when we see families investing so much in this supposedly essential good. Maybe it's time to ask a question that seems almost sacrilegious
 （大不敬的）: is all this investment in college education really worth it?

B）The answer, I fear, is no. For an increasing number of kids, the extra time and money spent pursuing a college diploma will leave them worse off than they were before they set foot on campus.

C）For my entire adult life, a good education has been the most important thing for middle-class households. My parents spent more educating my sister and me than they spent on their house, and they're not the only ones...and, of course, for an increasing number of families, most of the cost of their house is actually the cost of living in a good school district. Questioning the value of a college education seems a bit like questioning the value of happiness, or fun.

D）The average price of all goods and services has risen about 50 percent. But the price of a college education has nearly doubled in that time. Is the education that today's students are getting twice as good? Are new workers twice as smart? Have they become somehow massively more expensive to educate?

E）Perhaps a bit. Richard Vedder, an Ohio University economics professor, says,“I look at the data, and I see college costs rising faster than inflation up to the mid-1980s by 1 percent a year. Now I see them rising 3 to 4 percent a year over inflation. What has happened? The federal government has started dropping money out of airplanes.”Aid has increased, subsidized
 （补贴的）loans have become available, and“the universities have gotten the money.”Economist Bryan Caplan, who is writing a book about education, agrees:“It's a giant waste of resources that will continue as long as the subsidies continue.”

F）Promotional literature for colleges and student loans often speaks of debt as an“investment in yourself.”But an investment is supposed to generate income to pay off the loans. More than half of all recent graduates are unemployed or in jobs that do not require a degree, and the amount of student-loan debt carried by households has increased more than five times since 1999. These graduates were told that a diploma was all they needed to succeed, but it won't even get them out of the spare bedroom at Mom and Dad's. For many, the most visible result of their four years is the loan payments, which now average hundreds of dollars a month on loan balances in the tens of thousands.

G）It's true about the money—sort of. College graduates now make 80 percent more than people who have only a high-school diploma, and though there are no precise estimates, the wage premium
 （高出的部分）for an outstanding school seems to be even higher. But that's not true of every student. It's very easy to spend four years majoring in English literature and come out no more employable than you were before you went in. Conversely, chemical engineers straight out of school can easily make almost four times the wages of an entry-level high-school graduate.

H）James Heckman, the Nobel Prize-winning economist, has examined how the returns on education break down for individuals with different backgrounds and levels of ability.“Even with these high prices, you're still finding a high return for individuals who are bright and motivated,”he says. On the other hand,“if you're not college ready, then the answer is no, it's not worth it.”Experts tend to agree that for the average student, college is still worth it today, but they also agree that the rapid increase in price is eating up more and more of the potential return. For borderline students, tuition
 （学费）rise can push those returns into negative territory.

I）Everyone seems to agree that the government, and parents, should be rethinking how we invest in higher education—and that employers need to rethink the increasing use of college degrees as crude screening tools for jobs that don't really require college skills.“Employers seeing a surplus of college graduates and looking to fill jobs are just adding that requirement,”says Vedder.“In fact, a college degree becomes a job requirement for becoming a bar-tender.”

J）We have started to see some change on the finance side. A law passed in 2007 allows many students to cap their loan payment at 10 percent of their income and forgives any balance after 25 years. But of course, that doesn't control the cost of education; it just shifts it to taxpayers. It also encourages graduates to choose lower-paying careers, which reduces the financial return to education still further.“You're subsidizing people to become priests and poets and so forth,”says Heckman.“You may think that's a good thing, or you may not.”Either way it will be expensive for the government.

K）What might be a lot cheaper is putting more kids to work. Caplan notes that work also builds valuable skills—probably more valuable for kids who don't naturally love sitting in a classroom. Heckman agrees wholeheartedly:“People are different, and those abilities can be shaped. That's what we've learned, and public policy should recognize that.”

L）Heckman would like to see more apprenticeship-style
 （学徒式）programs, where kids can learn in the workplace—learn not just specific job skills, but the kind of“soft skills,”like getting to work on time and getting along with a team, that are crucial for career success.“It's about having mentors
 （指导者）and having workplace-based education,”he says.“Time and again I've seen examples of this kind of program working.”

M）Ah, but how do we get there from here? With better public policy, hopefully, but also by making better individual decisions.“Historically markets have been able to handle these things,”says Vedder,“and I think eventually markets will handle this one. If it doesn't improve soon, people are going to wake up and ask,‘Why am I going to college?’”

 （有激情的）about,”says Daniel Egan, head of behavioral finance for Barclays Wealth Americas.“Given the choice, they prefer to continue working.”Barclays calls these people“nevertirees.”

Unlike many Americans compelled into early retirement by company restrictions, the average nevertiree often has no one forcing his hand. If 106-year-old investor Irving Kahn, head of his own family firm, wants to keep coming to work every day, who's going to stop him? Seventy-eight-year-old Supreme Court Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg's job security is guaranteed in the Constitution.

It may seem that these elderly people are trying to cheat death. In fact, they are. And it's working. Howard Friedman, a professor at UC Riverside, found in his research that those who work hardest and are successful in their careers often live the longest lives.“People are generally being given bad advice to slow down, take it easy, stop worrying, and retire to Florida,”he says. He described one study participant, still working at the age of 100, who was recently disappointed to see his son retire.

“We're beginning to see a change in how people view retirement,”says George Leeson, co-director of the Institute of Population Ageing at Oxford. Where once retirement was seen as a brief reward after a long struggle through some miserable job, it is now akin
 （近似）to being cast aside. What Leeson terms“the Warren Buffett effect”is becoming more broadly appealing as individuals come to“view retirement as not simply being linked to economic productivity but also about contribution.”

Observers are split on whether this is a wholly good thing. On the one hand, companies and financial firms can benefit from the wisdom of a resilient
 （坚韧的）chief. On the other, the new generation can find it more difficult to advance—an argument that typically holds little sway to a nevertiree.

When we talk about Americans barely into adulthood who are saddled with unbearable levels of debt, the conversation is almost always about student loan debt. But there's a growing body of evidence suggesting that today's young adults are also drowning in credit-card debt—and that many of them will take this debt to their graves.

More than 20% overspent their income by more than $100 every single month. Since they haven't built up their credit histories yet, it's a safe bet that these young adults are paying relatively high interest rates on the resulting credit card debt.

Although many young people blame“socializing”as a barrier to saving money, most of them aren't knocking back $20 drinks in trendy
 （时尚的）lounges. They're struggling with much more daily financial demands.

To a disturbingly large extent, the young and the broke are relying on credit cards to make it until their next payday. This obviously isn't sustainable in the long run, and it's going to put a huge drag on their spending power even after they reach their peak earning years, because they'll still be paying interest on that bottle of orange juice or box of spaghetti
 （意式面条）they bought a decade earlier.

A new study out of Ohio State University found that young adults are accumulating credit card debt at a more rapid rate than other age groups, and that they're slower at paying it off.“If what we found continues to hold true, we may have more elderly people with substantial financial problems in the future,”warns Lucia Dunn, professor of economics at Ohio State.“If our findings persist, we may be faced with a financial crisis among elderly people who can't pay off their credit cards.”

Dunn says a lot of these young people are never going to get out from under their credit card debt.“Many people are borrowing on credit cards so heavily that payoff rates at these levels are not sufficient to recover their credit card debt by the end of their life, which could have loss implications for the credit card issuing banks.”

结论：根据四项中的主语she可以判断，本题考查与she有关的情况，需首先听出she的指代对象，再有针对性地作答。并且四项都描述了she的意愿和兴趣，听音时应重点听此类信息。


【解析】
 文中提到，唐娜在大学毕业之后就加入了美国和平队，因为她想做一些事情来帮助他人。故可知A项是正确答案，其余三项在文中并未提及。

17. B

2. 四项中有两项提到了某一项目，有两项提到了某种语言。

结论：根据这四个动词短语描述的内容，可推断该题可能考查谁做了什么。


【解析】
 文中提到，唐娜自小在农场长大，因此美国和平队将她分配到一个农业项目中去。B项完全符合文中的意思，因此为正确答案。A项在文中未提及；C项是唐娜为去巴西做的准备；D项是后文中提及的唐娜重返巴西时做的工作，故三者均可排除。

18. D

1. 四项均为以she为主语的描述性句子。

2. 四项中有两项含有country。

结论：根据四项中的主语she可以判断，本题考查与she有关的情况，需首先听出she的指代对象，再有针对性地作答。


【解析】
 文中提到，唐娜回国后没有找到令她满意的工作，未能安下心来，她仍然无法忘记巴西，因此她回到了那里。A选项为干扰项，虽然文中提到唐娜回美国后没有找到满意的工作，但是无法忘记巴西才是她回到那里的真正原因，因此D项为正确答案。

19. B

1. 四项均为by+doing形式的介词短语，表示方式。

2. 四项描述的都是与工作相关的信息。

结论：四个选项均表示方式，因此推断本题考查的应该是某人如何做某事。


【解析】
 文中提到，唐娜做英语教师赚不到太多钱，因此她通过为美国的报社写新闻报道赚取一点点外快。A项为干扰选项，文中只提到唐娜在巴西教英语，但并未提及她教额外的英语课以赚取外快，故排除；C、D两项在文中均未提及，故也应排除。B项中的writing stories for American newspapers是原文中sending stories to newspapers in the States的同义转述，因此B项为正确答案。

 showed that the average work week for many Americans is 50 hours. With the time spent eating, sleeping and taking care of household duties, there's little time left for leisure activities for many Americans. However, having free time to relax and pursue hobbies is important. People need time away from the pressures of study or work to relax and enjoy time with friends and family. In different countries free time is spent in different ways.［21］The results of the Harris poll showed that reading was the most popular spare time activity in the US.
 This was followed by watching TV. In a UK survey on leisure time activities, watching TV and videos was most popular. Listening to the radio came second. In a similar survey conducted in Japan, the most popular free time activity was eating out. The second most popular activity was driving. Although people around the world may enjoy doing similar things in their free time, there's evidence to suggest that these interests are changing. In the US, for example, the popularity of computer activities is increasing. Many more people in the States are spending their free time surfing the web, emailing friends or playing games online.

结论：根据四个选项所描述的活动，可判断本题考查与休闲活动相关的内容，听音时应注意此类信息。

 文中提到，在美国，读书是最受欢迎的休闲活动，其次是看电视。由此可知A项为正确选项。解答本题时要注意限定词the US，不要误选文中提及的其他国家最流行的休闲活动。

22. C

2. 四项均描述了不同种类的户外活动。

结论：根据四个选项所描述的活动，可判断本题考查与户外休闲活动相关的内容，听音时应注意此类信息。

 文章提到，美国人最热衷的户外活动是园艺，在英国则是去酒吧。因此正确答案是C项。同上题一样，要注意本题考查的是UK的相关信息，不要与其他国家的信息混淆。

Passage Three

【听力原文】

On March 13th, while on duty, Charles McLaughlin, a very careless driver employed by the company Loomis, was involved in another accident. The accident occurred in Riverside, California. Not paying attention to his driving, McLaughlin turned right on main street and 33rd Street and hit a Volkswagen Rabbit. This caused minor damage to his truck and serious damage to the car.［23］On the basis of the police report, the Loomis accident committee correctly determined that McLaughlin had been quite careless.
 As a result of the committee's conclusion, the branch manager Mr David Rossi reported that he had talked with McLaughlin about his extremely poor driving record. Further evidence of McLaughlin's irresponsibility occurred on May 6th when he was returning from his shift. That day he ran into a roll-up door at the Loomis facility in Valero, causing significant damage to the door. Damage to the truck, however, was minor.［24］Finally, on June 7th, McLaughlin once again demonstrated his carelessness by knocking down several mail boxes near the edge of the company's parking lot.
 There was damage to the mailboxes and minor damage to the truck. Mr David Rossi stated that he had spoken with McLaughlin on several occasions about his driving record.［25］He added that he had warned McLaughlin that three preventable accidents in one year could lead to his discharge, as indeed it should.

快速浏览本部分各题的选项，由其中的关键词driver、responsible、accident、McLaughlin、carelessness、knocked down和serious damage等可大致推断，本文很可能与交通事故以及McLaughlin这个人有关，而且文中可能涉及多起交通事故，听录音时需特别注意与交通事故发生的时间、地点、起因、经过和结果相关的内容，应注重对短文细节信息的捕捉。



23. D


【解题思路】


1. 两项以the car driver开头，而且B项出现了accident。

2. 两项以McLaughlin开头，而且D项出现了collision。

结论：本题考查的应该是与司机或者麦克劳克林有关的某起事故的细节，注意与人物和事故相关的内容。


【解析】
 文中第五句话提到Loomis事故委员会认定麦克劳克林属于粗心驾驶，故D项为答案。A项为干扰项，文中提到了Volkswagen Rabbit，但是不难通过人物关系排除，肇事者是麦克劳克林，而不是the car driver。且Rabbit是大众的一款车型，并不是真的“兔子”。C选项为干扰项，文章中提到了talked with McLaughlin，但是通过人物关系也能够将其排除，是罗西找麦克劳克林谈话，而且是在事故发生之后。B项在文中未提及，故应排除。

24. B


【解题思路】

2. 四项都涉及了动词短语，是对“he”曾经做过事情的描述。

结论：本题应该是对某人做了什么事情进行提问，注意与碰撞或破坏相关的内容。


【解析】
 原文中提到6月7日麦克劳克林驾驶的卡车在公司停车场附近撞翻了几个邮筒，所以B项为答案。A项为干扰项，在3月13日那起事故中，麦克劳克林撞了一辆小轿车，此处容易张冠李戴；C项为干扰项，文中虽然提到了与“门”有关的信息，但是文中说的是他撞坏了卷帘门，并未提及他是否拆掉了公司的大门；D项在文中没有提到，故应排除。

25. A


【解题思路】


1. 四个选项均以he开头。

2. 四项均用将来时态来描述一些动作，且描述的都是一些不良的状况。

结论：本题很可能考查某人即将面临的困境。


【解析】
 文章结尾处明确提到，罗西先生已经警告说如果麦克劳克林一年之内造成三起本来可以避免的事故，公司会将其解雇。这里的一个难点是单词discharge，它有“解雇”的含义，A项中的lose his job是对discharge的同义转述，所以A项说法符合原文意思，故为答案。其他三项在文中均未提及，故应排除。

When Captain Cook asked the chiefs in Tahiti why they always ate［26］apart and alone
 , they replied,“Because it is right.”If we ask Americans why they eat with knives and forks, or why their men wear pants［27］instead of
 skirts, or why they may be married to only one person at a time, we are likely to get［28］similar
 and very uninformative answers:“Because it's right.”“Because that's the way it's done.”“Because it's the［29］custom
 .”Or even“I don't know.”The reason for these and countless other patterns of social behavior is that they are［30］controlled
 by social norms—shared rules or guidelines which prescribe the behavior that is appropriate in a given situation. Norms［31］define
 how people“ought”to behave under particular circumstances in a particular society. We conform（遵守）to norms so readily that we are hardly aware they［32］exist
 . In fact, we are much more likely to notice［33］departures

想了解女性在科学方面取得了怎样的进步，参观一下加利福尼亚大学伯克利分校物理系就知道了。这是一个富有传奇色彩的地方，是现代科学领域一些最重大发现的［36］所在地——首先映入眼帘的是欧内斯特·劳伦斯在1931年发明的回旋加速器。在一代人以前，这里［37］很少出现女性面孔，甚至今天，走过勒孔特大厅一层的参观者会看到，整个走廊的展览品都是在向众多曾在这里创造过历史的杰出物理学家［38］致敬，他们［39］几乎都是白人男性。

但是当你走上三楼之后，你就会看到一个［40］不一样的展览。那里，在目前的教职员工和学生的照片中，有物理系［41］现任系主任玛乔丽·夏皮罗的肖像，以及其他四位女性的照片，她们的研究［42］包罗万象，从宇宙机理到物质的最小粒子均有涉及。就在两周前，这里刚刚聘用了第六位女性。虽然女性教师仍旧只占物理教师总人数的10%左右，但显然她们在这里占有一席之地。而真正的［43］希望可能在右边小一些的照片之中：研究生和本科生，他们中大约有20%是女性。每年，伯克利分校都把刚从该校毕业的女性物理学博士推荐到全国的顶尖大学。这让夏皮罗感到乐观，但同时也使她变得［44］实际。“我认为情况正在好转，”她说，“但是情况好转的速度不如我希望的那么［45］快。”

【答案解析】

36. N

语法判断：空格前是定冠词the，空格后是介词of，由此可知空格处应填入名词或具有名词功能的词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的选项有circumstance、confidence、covers、deals、exposing、honoring、hope和site。通过上下文可知此处要表达的是“加州大学伯克利分校的物理系是现代科学领域一些最重大发现的所在地”，所以选择site，意为“地点”。故选N。

37. L

语法判断：空格前为A generation ago, female faces were，由此可知，此处应填入一个形容词或分词，构成系表结构或被动语态。

语意判断：选项中的分词有exposing（暴露）和honoring（向……致敬），两者代入原文均不符合语境，故排除。备选形容词有current（现在的）、different（不同的）、fast（快速的）、rare（稀有的）和realistic（现实的，实际的）。本文内容主要涉及女性在科学方面取得的进步。根据上下文语境可判断，作者想在这里说明过去物理系的女性很少见。因此，可以判断此处想表达在这里“很少”出现女性面孔，rare意为“稀有的，罕见的”，符合句意，故选L。其余形容词均不符合句意，故排除。

38. I

语法判断：空格前是名词短语a full corridor of exhibits，空格后是名词短语the many distinguished physicists，可判断此处应填入一个现在分词，与空格后的内容一同作空格前名词短语的后置定语。

语意判断：符合条件的备选项有exposing（暴露）和honoring（向……致敬）。本句意为“整个走廊的展览品都是在向众多曾在这里创造过历史的杰出物理学家______”，将两个备选项代入原句，分别为“暴露物理学家”和“向物理学家致敬”，显然honoring符合句意。故选I。

39. O

语法判断：空格前是此句的前半句，以逗号结尾，空格后为all of them white males，是一个独立主格结构，all of them为white males的逻辑主语，补全为完整句子后应为all of them are white males。由此可判断空格处应该填入副词，作该独立主格结构的状语。

语意判断：符合语法条件的副词有fast（快速地）、presently（目前）和virtually（几乎，差不多）。通过上下文可知，作者想强调上一代人中的女性科学家数量很少，走廊里展示的大多都是男性的照片。并且通过上文可知，这里说的是过去的物理学家，用presently显然不合适。fast也不符合句意。将virtually代入句中，意为“他们几乎都是白人男性”，符合文意。故选O。

40. F

语法判断：空格前是不定冠词a，空格后是名词display，由此可知，此处应填入形容词，修饰名词display。

语意判断：剩余备选形容词还有current（目前的，现在的）、different（不同的）、fast（快速的）、realistic（现实的，实际的）。此句意为“但是当你走上三楼之后，你就会看到一个______展览”，此处需要根据后文作进一步的判断。后文提到三楼的展览出现了一些女性的肖像和照片。因此，可判断三楼的展览跟别处的不同，应填入different。故选F。

41. D

语法判断：空格前是定冠词the，空格后是名词短语head of the department，由此可知，此处应填入形容词，修饰其后的名词短语。

语意判断：剩余的备选形容词有current（目前的，现在的）、fast（快速的）和realistic（现实的，实际的）。将这三个词代入句中，分别得到“现在的系主任”“快速的系主任”和“现实的系主任”，后两者显然不符合语境。故选D。

42. C

语法判断：空格前是关系代词whose和名词research，空格后是名词短语everything from...to...，由此可判断该空所在的句子是由whose引导的定语从句，主语为research，空格处为定语从句的谓语，可知此处应填入谓语动词，并且是动词的第三人称单数形式。

语意判断：符合语法条件的动词有deals（处理）和covers（包括，涉及）。此句意为“她们的研究______一切，从宇宙力学到物质的最小粒子均有涉及”，两词相比较，用“处理一切”讲不通，用“涉及一切”比较通顺，意译一下就是“她们的研究包罗万象”。故选C。

43. J

语法判断：空格前为形容词real，空格后为谓语may be，由此可知，此处应填入名词。

语意判断：符合语法条件的剩余备选名词有circumstance（环境）、confidence（自信，信心）、deals（协议）和hope（希望）。此句意为“而真正的______可能在右边小一些的照片之中：研究生和本科生，他们中大约有20%是女性”，根据上文可知，作者提到目前物理系的女教师仍然很少，只占全部物理教师人数的10%左右。紧接着，作者谈到了此处的照片。由此可知，作者想要表达的是照片中的女性毕业生是未来的希望，有望扩充顶尖女性科研人员的力量。所以此处填入hope符合句意。该题比较有迷惑性的选项是confidence，但把“信心”一词代入空格处则意为“而真正的信心可能在右边更小的照片中……”，不符合常规表达。相比之下，hope更为贴切。故选J。

44. M

语法判断：空格前为连接词but和副词also，空格后为句号。此处词性应从but前的句子中判断，与空格处相对应的是形容词optimistic，由此可知，此处也应填入形容词。

语意判断：剩余备选形容词为fast和realistic。由but可知，此处为转折关系，应填入与optimistic（乐观的）所表达的意思相反的形容词。其中，fast意为“快速的”，代入句中显然不符合文意；realistic意为“现实的，实际的”，放在此处意为“不能盲目乐观，还得面对现实的情况”，符合语境。故选M。

45. H

语法判断：空格前后形成一个as...as...结构，分析句子成分可知，此结构在这里作状语。由此可知，空格处应填入副词。

语意判断：剩余备选副词为fast和presently。其中，as fast as意为“和……一样快”，而presently不能用于as...as...结构。同时，通过上下文语境可知，此处意为“但是情况好转的速度不如我希望的那么快”。故选H。

Section B

【参考译文】

读大学是一项值得的投资吗？

A）为什么我们要花这么多钱去上大学？而且为什么我们对此感到这么不开心呢？我们似乎都同意一点：大学教育是美好的。然而令人感到奇怪的是，当我们看到很多家庭在这一想象中的必需品上投资那么多时，我们却又感到担忧。也许是时候该问一个问题了，虽然它听起来近乎有大不敬之嫌：所有这些对大学教育的投资真的是值得的吗？

B）答案恐怕是否定的。［49］对于越来越多的年轻人来说，与踏进大学校园之前相比，花费额外的时间和金钱去追求一张大学文凭将会使他们的处境变得更糟。


C）［53］在我的整个成年生活阶段，良好的教育对于中产阶级家庭而言一直都是最重要的事情。
 我的父母花在我和我妹妹的教育上面的钱比他们花在房子上的钱还要多，而且他们不是唯一这样做的父母……当然，［47］对于越来越多的家庭来说，他们在房子上面的大部分花销实际上是因选择生活在一个优质学区而产生的成本。质疑大学教育的价值似乎有点像是在质疑幸福或者乐趣的价值。

D）所有商品和服务的平均价格已经上涨了大约50%。［51］但是大学教育的费用在这段时间几乎已经增长了一倍。
 难道现在的学生接受到的教育比之前的要好出一倍吗？新参加工作的人比以前参加工作的人要聪明一倍吗？还是培养大学生的教育投入在某种程度上高出了许多呢？

E）或许有那么一点儿。俄亥俄大学的经济学教授理查德·维德表示：“我看了数据，发现上溯至20世纪80年代中期，上大学的成本增长率每年比通货膨胀率高出1个百分点。而现在，每年要高出3到4个百分点。发生了什么事情呢？联邦政府已开始空降钞票了。”资助有所增加，补贴贷款已经可用，因此“大学拿到了这笔钱”。［48］经济学家布赖恩·卡普兰正在写一本关于教育的书，他对理查德的观点表示赞同：“这是对资源的巨大浪费，只要补贴继续存在，浪费就将继续存在。”


F）针对高校和学生贷款所做的宣传资料常常会把债务称作一种“对自身的投资”。但是一项投资应该可以产生收益来偿还这些贷款。［55］在所有的应届毕业生中有一半以上目前处于失业状态或者正在从事着对学历不作要求的工作，
 而且自1999年以来，由家庭所承担的助学贷款的债务的数额已经增长了五倍以上。这些毕业生曾被告知只要取得大学文凭他们就可以成功了，但这张文凭甚至连帮助他们从父母家多余的卧室中搬出来都做不到。对于许多大学毕业生来说，他们四年学业最明显的结局就是偿还贷款，现在他们每个月平均要还贷数百美元，以清偿数万美元的贷款余额。

G）关于收入的说法倒是真的——在一定程度上是这样。现在大学毕业生比那些只有高中文凭的人获得的收入要高出80%以上，而且虽然没有精确的估计，对于从杰出学校毕业的大学生来说他们的工资似乎会更高。但是，并非每一个大学毕业生都如此。一个主修英语文学的学生，很可能度过了四年的大学时光，毕业时却不比进入大学前更有就业竞争力。相反，化学工程专业的学生刚一走出校门就可以很容易地挣到比一个入门级的高中毕业生几乎高三倍的工资。

H）诺贝尔经济学奖获得者詹姆斯·赫克曼研究了具有不同背景和能力水平的人的教育回报率是如何分化的。他说：“即使大学教育收费高昂，你仍然可以发现那些既聪明又有上进心的人能够获得高回报。”但是另一方面，［50］他说道：“如果你还没有对上大学做好准备，那么答案是否定的，这是不值得的。”
 专家们倾向于同意，就一般学生而言，目前上大学仍然是值得的，但他们也一致认为，大学费用的快速上涨正在使潜在的教育回报不断缩水。对于那些边缘学生来说，学费上涨可能会使得那些回报变成负值。

I）每个人似乎都同意，政府和家长应该重新思考我们该如何对高等教育投资，而且雇主们也需要重新思考越来越多地使用大学文凭作为初步的筛选工具这件事，很多岗位并非真正需要有大学技能的人。维德说：“大学毕业生过剩，而雇主们又急着找人填补工作岗位，这更增强了招聘方对学历的要求。事实上，大学文凭已经成为应聘酒吧服务员的一项职位要求。”

J）我们已经开始看到政府在财务方面的一些改变。［52］2007年通过的一项法律允许许多学生用不超过他们收入的10%来偿还贷款，并免除他们25年后的任何贷款余额。
 但是，这当然不能控制教育成本，它只是将这些成本转嫁到了纳税人的身上。这也鼓励了大学毕业生选择低工资的职业，从而进一步降低了教育的财政收益。赫克曼说：“政府正在资助人们，使他们成为牧师、诗人或其他从事类似职业的人。你可能会认为这是一件好事，你也可能认为这不是一件好事。”但是无论哪种方式，对于政府而言这都将是昂贵的开支。

K）可能更节省成本的方式是让更多的年轻人去参加工作。［46］卡普兰注意到，工作也可以练就有价值的技能——这可能对于那些天生就不喜欢坐在教室里的年轻人来说更有价值。
 赫克曼从心底赞同：“人是不同的，那些能力是可以被塑造的。这一点我们已经了解，公共政策应该承认这一点。”

L）［54］赫克曼希望看到更多的学徒式的课程，通过这些学徒式的课程，年轻人可以在工作场所学习——不只是学习具体的工作技能，而且还可以学习一种“软技能”，比如按时上班，和一个团队融洽相处，这些对事业成功来说都至关重要。
 他说：“这是一种提供指导者的、基于工作场所的教育，我已经多次看到过这种课程起作用的例子。”

M）嘿！但是我们如何将学徒式课程的优点引入到大学教育中呢？通过施行更好的公共政策（我们希望如此），而且还要通过做出更好的个人决策。维德说：“从历史上来看，市场已经能够处理这类事情了。我认为最终市场也可以处理这个问题。如果情况不尽快改善，人们将会觉醒并质疑：‘我为什么要上大学呢？’”

【答案解析】

46. K

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息Caplan suggests和kids who don't love school。文中论及卡普兰给那些不喜欢上学的年轻人提建议的内容出现在K段，该段第二句提到，卡普兰注意到，工作也可以练就有价值的技能——这可能对于那些天生就不喜欢坐在教室里的年轻人来说更有价值。即对于那些不喜欢上学的年轻人，赫克曼建议他们去参加工作。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为K。

47. C

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息an increasing number of families和houses in a good school district。文中论及家庭把更多的钱花在什么地方的内容出现在C段，该段第二句提到，对于越来越多的家庭来说，他们在房子上面的大部分花销实际上是因选择生活在一个优质学区而产生的成本。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为C。

48. E

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息subsidized loans、a huge waste of money和one economist。文中E段论述了经济学家对于给大学生的贴息贷款的态度和看法，该段最后一句提到，经济学家布赖恩·卡普兰对理查德的观点表示赞同：“这是对资源的巨大浪费，只要补贴继续存在，浪费就将继续存在。”由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为E。

49. B

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息more and more kids、fare worse和a college diploma。文中论及拥有大学文凭对于毕业生境况的作用的内容出现在B段，该段第二句提到，对于越来越多的年轻人来说，与踏进大学校园之前相比，花费额外的时间和金钱去追求一张大学文凭将会使他们的处境变得更糟。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为B。

50. H

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息who are not prepared for higher education。文中论及没有准备好接受高等教育的人上大学是否值得的内容出现在H段，该段第三句提到，詹姆斯·赫克曼说道：“如果你还没有对上大学做好准备，那么答案是否定的，这是不值得的。”文中的be not college ready即“没有准备好读大学”，由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为H。

51. D

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息the cost of a college education和increased almost by 100%。文中D段论述了大学教育成本的增长趋势和速度，该段第二句提到，但是大学教育的费用在这段时间几乎已经增长了一倍。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为D。

52. J

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息a law、allows many students、one tenth of their income和their college loans。文中论及法律对大学生偿还其大学贷款作出新规定的内容出现在J段，该段第二句提到，2007年通过的一项法律允许许多学生用不超过他们收入的10%来偿还贷款，并免除他们25年后的任何贷款余额。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为J。

53. C

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息middle-class Americans和highly valued a good education。文中论及美国中产阶级对教育的重视程度的内容出现在C段，该段首句提到，在我的整个成年生活阶段，良好的教育对于中产阶级家庭而言一直都是最重要的事情。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为C。

54. L

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息be encouraged to、programs、job skills和social skills。文中论及既能学到工作技能又能学到社会技能的课程的内容出现在L段，该段第一句提到，赫克曼希望看到更多的学徒式的课程，通过这些学徒式的课程，年轻人可以在工作场所学习——不只是学习具体的工作技能，而且还可以学习一种“软技能”，比如按时上班，和一个团队融洽相处，这些对事业成功来说都至关重要。由此可知，这些“软技能”就是指一些社会技能，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为L。

55. F

解析：注意抓住题干中的关键信息over fifty percent of recent college graduates、remain unemployed和unable to find a suitable job。文中论及大学生就业形势的内容出现在F段，该段第三句提到，在所有的应届毕业生中有一半以上目前处于失业状态或者正在从事着对学历不作要求的工作。由此可知，题干是对原文的同义转述，故答案为F。

 他说：“人们普遍被建议要慢下来，放轻松，不要担心，退休后去佛罗里达州养老，这些并不是好的建议。”他讲述了一名研究参与者的故事，这名参与者是一名已经百岁高龄却仍在工作的老人，

56. C

定位：根据题干关键词nevertirees以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可以将答案定位到第一段。

解析：文章第一段最后一句提到了“巴克莱称这些人为‘永不退休者’”。那么到底什么样的人是永不退休者呢？我们需要在前文寻找答案，第一段倒数第二句提到，这些人中的许多人是通过做自己热爱的事情而获得财富的……如果可以选择的话，他们会继续工作。这与选项C的表述一致，故C为答案。选项A和B文章中没有提及，可以排除。选项D比较容易误选，第二段提到，往往没有人会强迫永不退休者退休，可见D项的表述属于无中生有，故排除。

57. A

定位：根据题干关键词Irving Kahn和Ruth Bader Ginsburg可以将答案定位到文章第二段。

解析：文章第二段第一句就指出，往往没有人会强迫永不退休者退休。然后举了欧文·卡恩和鲁思·巴德·金斯伯格的例子来证明这一观点，即这两个人的共同点就是他们都不受强制退休的影响。选项中与此相符的是A，故为答案。选项B、C、D文中没有提及，故排除。

58. D

定位：根据题干关键词Howard Friedman可以将答案定位到文章第三段。

解析：文章第三段第四句指出，加州大学河滨分校的教授霍华德·弗里德曼在他的研究中发现，那些工作最努力并且事业有成的人往往是活得最久的人。只通过这句话并不能选出正确答案，再结合第三段第一句“似乎这些上了年纪的人正在尽力逃脱死亡”以及本段最后一句所举例子中100岁仍在工作的老人的内容，可知他的研究告诉人们，仍在工作的老年人活得时间更长，故本题选D。选项A和B的说法看似正确，但文中并未提及，而选项C与文章内容相反，文章指出，人们常常被建议要慢下来……这些并不是好的建议，故排除。

59. C

定位：根据题干关键词traditional view of retirement以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可以将答案定位到文章第四段。

解析：文章第四段并没有出现traditional view of retirement，但是第二句提到了Where once retirement was seen as...这与题干的意思是一致的，该句指出，过去人们认为退休是对长期痛苦工作的短暂回报，也就是说人们对于退休的传统观点是，退休是长时间辛苦工作之后的补偿，故选项C正确。选项A和B文章中没有提及，故排除。选项D是根据第四段最后一句设置的干扰，原文是说现在人们不再简单地将退休与经济生产力联系到一起，而且还将它与贡献联系在一起。这并不是说人们原本认为退休有助于提高一个国家的经济生产力，故排除。

60. D

定位：根据题干关键词critics以及出题顺序与文章顺序基本一致的原则可以将答案定位到最后一段。

解析：题干中的critics和原文最后一段中的observers都有“评论者”的意思，所以将答案定位在第一句。该句提到，评论者对于这件事是否一定是件好事看法不一。单从这句话还是无法确定本题的答案，故继续向下读。后文提到，一方面，企业和金融公司都可以从一位睿智而坚韧的领导人那里获益。而另一方面，新一代会发现想要在事业上大展宏图将变得更难，故选项D正确。选项A明显与原文相悖，故排除。选项B和C文中没有提及，故排除。

解析：文章第一段第二句提到，如今的年轻人深陷于信用卡债务——而且他们中的许多人将终生背负这一债务，take this debt to their graves直译为“将债务带进他们的坟墓”，也就是他们永远无法还清债务的意思，故选项A正确。选项B和D文章中没有提及，可以排除。选项C比较容易误选，虽然第一句提到了学生贷款，但是第二句开头的but一词表明作者要重点论述的内容出现在第二句，而且文章也没有比较这二者谁的危害更大，故排除。

62. B

定位：根据题干关键信息pay a higher interest可以将答案定位到文章第二段。

解析：文章第二段第二句指出，因为他们还没有建立信用史，几乎可以肯定这些年轻人正在为因此产生的信用卡债务支付着相对较高的利息。选项B中的developed a credit history是对原文中的built up their credit histories的同义转述，故选B。选项A、C、D文中没有提及，故排除。

63. D

定位：根据题干关键信息relying on credit cards可以将答案定位到文章第四段。

解析：文章第四段第一句指出，在很大程度上，破产的年轻人依靠信用卡来撑到下一次发工资的日子，这令人不安。但这句话并没有提到这样做的后果，所以需要继续往下读。第二句指出，很显然，这不是长久之计，而且这将会成为他们今后购买力的累赘，即使他们到了最能赚钱的年龄也会如此……由此可知本题选D。选项A、B、C文章中均未提及，故排除。

64. B

定位：根据题干关键词Lucia Dunn和关键信息credit card debt keeps accumulating可以将答案定位到文章倒数第二段。

解析：文章倒数第二段第一句指出，俄亥俄州立大学进行的一项新的研究发现，年轻人累积信用卡债务的速度远远超过其他年龄段的人，而他们还款的速度却更慢。该段最后两句指出，经济学教授露西娅·邓恩警告称：“……如果我们发现的问题持续发酵，那么我们将面临的是因无法还清信用卡债务而引发的老年财务危机。”而“我们发现的问题”就是第一句中提到的“年轻人累积信用卡债务过快，还款过慢”，后果就是这些年轻人老了之后会面临财务危机，故选项B正确。选项A、C、D文章中均未提及，故排除。

65. C

定位：根据题干关键词Lucia Dunn和credit card issuing banks可以将答案定位到文章最后一段。

解析：文章最后一段最后一句话指出，邓恩称许多人从信用卡中透支过多，以至于在其有生之年，因借债清偿产生的收益率都不足以填补他们的信用卡债务，这对信用卡发卡行来说可能意味着损失。也就是说发卡行的危机是人们可能在有生之年无法还清欠款，银行发放信用卡的收益不足以填补这些人的欠款，故选项C正确。选项B和D文章中没有提及，故排除。选项A比较容易误选，原文最后是说could have loss implications，即银行可能有损失，但并没有说银行可能由于放贷过多而倒闭，A项夸大了原文的意思，故排除。

Reducing the amount of sleep students get at night has a direct impact on their performance at school during the day. According to classroom teachers, elementary and middle school students who stay up late exhibit more learning and attention problems. This has been shown by Brown Medical School and Bradley Hospital research. In the study, teachers were not told the amount of sleep students received when completing weekly performance reports. Yet they rated the students who had received eight hours or less as having the most trouble recalling all the material, learning new lessons, and completing high-quality work. Teachers also reported that these students had more difficulty paying attention. The experiment is the first to ask teachers to report on the effects of sleep deficiency in children.“Just staying up late can cause increased academic difficulty and attention problems for otherwise healthy, well-functioning kids”, said Garharn Forlone, the study's lead author. So the results provide professionals and parents with a clear message: when a child is having learning and attention problems, the issue of sleep has to be taken into consideration.“If we don't ask about sleep and try to improve sleep patterns in kids' struggling academically, then we aren't doing our job”, Forlone said. For parents, he said, the message is simple,“getting kids to bed on time is as important as getting them to school on time.”

Katharine Graham graduated from the University of Chicago in 1938 and got a job as a news reporter in San Francisco. Katharine's father used to be a successful investment banker. In 1933 he bought a failing newspaper-The Washington Post
