I actually learned this when I first came online to sell my piano books back in 2008. I learned from an Internet Marketer telling us to create products in ‘micro-continuity’ series. You don’t need to go for some kind of BIG project. Develop your brand with micro series that can attract your customers to come back to you in small steps. Once you have earned the trust of a customer, the same customer will keep marching to your door every time you produce something new. This is so TRUE!







 









When you create a series, you also can play around with pricing and categories and test your books. This is what I do. I don’t have to worry about losing sales. If you have only one book, you might not be too keen to test too often because of the one book that’s giving you sales. But if you have many, you can test them in different categories and different pricing to maximize your Royalties.







 









 










Here is a perfect example of a person that you can follow:
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The person has created 3 kind of puzzle books last year.







 









 









Then this year in February, they created the Master Volume:
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This book was in the FREE promotion yesterday. I downloaded it. It’s now selling for $6.99
