2. What Is New about the TOEFL®
 iBT?

(1) The TOEFL®
 iBT is delivered through the Internet in secure test centers around the world at the same time.

(2) It tests all four language skills and is taken in the order of Reading, Listening, Speaking, and Writing, with a 10-minute break in the middle.

(3) The test is 4.0~4.5 hours long, and all of the four test sections will be completed in one day.

(4) Note-taking is allowed throughout the entire test, including the Reading section. At the end of the test, all notes are collected and destroyed at the test center.

(5) Compared with the computer-based test (CBT) and paper-based test (PBT), the TOEFL®
 iBT has no Structure section. Grammar is tested indirectly on questions and tasks in each section.

(6) In the Listening section, one lecture may be spoken with a British or Australian accent.

(7) There are integrated tasks requiring test takers to combine more than one language skill in the Speaking and Writing sections.

(8) In the Speaking section, test takers wear headphones and speak into a microphone when they respond. The responses are recorded and transmitted to ETS’s Online Scoring Network.

(9) In the Writing section, test takers must type their responses. Handwriting is not possible.

(10) Test scores will be reported online. Test takers can see their scores online 15 business days after the test and also receive a copy of their score report by mail.

B. Information on the Listening Section

The Listening section of the TOEFL®
 iBT measures test takers’ ability to understand spoken English in English-speaking colleges and universities. This section has 2~3 conversations that are 12~25 exchanges (about 3 minutes) long and 4~6 lectures that are 500~800 words (3~5 minutes) long. Each conversation is followed by 5 questions and each lecture by 6 questions. Therefore, test takers have to answer 34 to 51 questions in total. The time allotted to the Listening section is 60 to 90 minutes, including the time spent listening to the conversations and lectures and answering the questions.

1. Types of Listening Passages

(1) Conversations

_ Between a student and a professor or a teaching assistant during office hours

_ Between a student with a person related to school services such as a librarian, housing director, bookstore employee, etc.

(2) Lectures

_ Monologue lectures delivered by a professor unilaterally

_ Interactive lectures with one or two students asking questions or making comments* One lecture may be spoken with a British or Australian accent.

2. Types of Questions

Basic Comprehension Questions

(1) Listening for Main Ideas

_ This type of question asks you to identify the overall topic or main idea of a lecture or conversation.

(2) Listening for Main Purpose

_ This type of question asks you why the speakers are having a conversation or why a lecture is given.

(3) Listening for Major Details

_ This type of question asks you to understand specific details or facts from a conversation or lecture.

Pragmatic Understanding Questions

(4) Understanding the Function of What Is Said

_ This type of question asks you why a speaker mentions some point in the conversation or lecture.

_ This involves replaying part of the listening passage.

(5) Understanding the Speaker’s Attitude

_ This type of question asks you what a speaker’s feelings, opinions, or degree of certainty is about some issue, idea, or person.

_ This may involve replaying part of the listening passage.

Connecting Information Questions

(6) Understanding Organization

_ This type of question asks you how the listening passage is organized or how two portions of the listening passage are related to each other.

(7) Connecting Content

_ This type of question asks you to classify or sequence information in a different way from the way it was presented in the listening passage.

(8) Making Inferences

_ This type of question asks you to draw a conclusion based on information given in the listening passage.

3. Question Formats

There are four question formats in the Listening section:

(1) Traditional multiple-choice questions with four answer choices and one correct answer

(2) Multiple-choice questions with more than one answer

(3) Questions that ask test takers to make the order of events or steps in a process

(4) Questions that ask test takers to match objects or text to categories in a chart

Basic comprehension of the listening passage is tested in three ways: listening for main ideas, listening for main purpose, and listening for major details. Listening for the main ideas is to identify the overall topic of the contents while listening for the main purpose is to search for the reason behind the contents. In detail questions, you must understand and remember explicit details or facts from a lecture or conversation.


Unit 1 Listening for Main Ideas

Overview

■ Introduction

Understanding the main idea of a lecture or a conversation is to identify the overall topic or basic idea of the contents. It may be expressed explicitly in the head of the contents or stated indirectly throughout the whole of the contents. In the latter case, you need to generalize or synthesize the information in the given contents.

■ Useful Tips

● Focus on the beginning part of the lecture or conversation.

● Listen carefully to the key words that can lead you to the main idea.

● Try to verify the main idea with examples, explanations, and summaries.

● Try to figure out what problem and solution the speakers are talking about in the conversation? Avoid answers which cover only a small portion of the listening or which are not relevant to the listening.

● Avoid answers which are too general, and make the most of your notes.

Content words are words that have the most information in a sentence. These words include nouns, main verbs, adjectives, adverbs, question words, and demonstratives. In English, content words are usually emphasized. Stressed syllables in content words are longer, louder, and higher in pitch than unstressed ones.

Understanding the purpose of a lecture or a conversation is being able to identify the reason behind the contents. This type of question easily occurs with conversations rather than lectures. As in the main idea, the purpose may be expressed explicitly in the beginning of the contents or stated indirectly and spread throughout the contents. In the latter, you need to generalize or synthesize information in the given contents.

Useful Tips

● Focus on the reason behind the lecture or conversation.

● Listen carefully to the end of casual talks.

● Try to verify the purpose with the following solution.

● Avoid answers that cover only a small portion of the listening or which are not relevant to the listening.

● Avoid answers that are too general, and make the most of your notes.

From these chunks of meaning, or memory markers, we get the gist of the message. Usually, listeners focus on what they understand. Listeners pass over unknown or unintelligible vocabulary words and concentrate instead upon identifying the main idea and following its course of development. The focus word in a sentence has the most emphasis so that the listener can hear it clearly. The focus word is marked by a rise and then a fall. The fall in pitch helps the listeners to recognize the end of a thought group. However, a question may end with a rising or a falling pitch.

After a conversation, the focus changes as each person speaks, so any word can be the focus. The focus changes because the speaker wants to call attention to new information. Old information is already understood and does not need to be emphasized.

In order to understand this picture, we need to go over some of the historical background of this town. The Basque town is a city located in northern Spain. During the Spanish Civil War, the German air force bombed the city. It was a massive aerial bombardment of a civilian population. It happened since the Nazis were helping Spain’s dictator Francisco Franco.

Hundreds of civilians were killed in the raid. It shocked the world. And this prompted Picasso to begin painting. He completed it in less than two months and hung it in the Spanish Pavilion at the Paris International Exposition of 1937. The painting became a timely and predictive vision of the Second World War.

There is a complexity of symbolism in the painting. It does not portray the event directly. Instead, Picasso used imagery such as suffering people, animals, and buildings wrenched by the violence. It certainly shows the chaos of carpet-bombing. We can feel the inhumanity, brutality, and hopelessness of war from it. Picasso really expressed his outrage very well with this monumental painting.

People say Guernica is the last, great, historical painting. It is now recognized as an international icon for peace. You can also see a tapestry copy of it displayed on the wall of the United Nations building in New York City. 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Now, the average adult has about five liters of blood flowing inside his body. Blood is the fluid of life, growth, and health. It transports oxygen from the lungs to body tissue and carbon dioxide from body tissue to the lungs. It transports nourishment from digestion and hormones from glands throughout the body. It transports disease-fighting substances to tissues and waste to the kidneys.

Blood is alive because it contains living cells. Red blood cells and white blood cells are responsible for nourishing and cleansing the body. Since the cells are alive, they need nourishment. Vitamins and minerals keep the blood healthy. Blood cells have a definite life cycle, just as all living organisms do. Approximately 55 percent of blood is plasma, a straw-colored, clear liquid. Liquid plasma carries the solid cells and platelets. When the human body loses a little bit of blood through a minor wound, the platelets help the blood clot so that the bleeding stops. You would bleed to death without the platelets. Your body is always making new blood inside your bones.

When the human body loses a lot of blood through a major wound, that blood has to be replaced through a blood transfusion from other people. But everybody’s blood is not the same. There are four different blood types. Plus, your blood has Rh factors which make it even more unique. Blood received through a transfusion must match your own. Sometimes patients donate their own blood when they are scheduled to have major surgery so that they will have a perfect match. It is called an autologous blood donation.

If everyone is ready, I’ll begin today’s lecture. Make sure you pay special attention to the diagrams on page 125 of your textbook. I’ll try and make this as concise as possible. Here we go. Today, we will discuss the role of fish fins. As is quite apparent, um, the fins are the most distinctive features of fish and certain marine mammals. Let’s start with the most visible fin on a fish, the dorsal fin. Now as we know, dorsal fins are located on the backs of fish, whales, dolphins, and porpoises. Its main purpose is to, ah, stabilize the animal against rolling and to assist in sudden turns. Some animals have developed dorsal fins with protective functions, such as spines or even venom. Also, we know that dorsal fins come in a variety of shapes and sizes. A fish can have up to three of them, depending on the species of course.

There are two types of dorsal fin rays, spiny and soft. A fin can contain only spiny rays, only soft rays, or a, um, combination. Nearly all types of fish have at least one dorsal fin although there are some exceptions, such as the knife-fish. Many have two or even three fins, or the fin may be a long one that merges with the caudal fin. Now here’s a little more about the dorsal fin. In relation to the size of the creature, the dorsal fins of, say, whales, like a male orca, are quite large, as much as 1.8 meters high. The dorsal fins of most other whales are relatively small. The bowhead whale, however, has no dorsal fin at all, as an evolutionary adaptation to its, um, life spent cruising under icepacks. The dorsal fins of whales develop distinctive nicks and wear patterns with time, and this fact is used by wildlife biologists to identify individuals in the field.

Okay. Next we have the tails, or, um, caudal fins of, let’s use sharks as an example here. These vary considerably between species and are adapted to the lifestyle of the shark. The tail provides thrust, so speed and acceleration are dependent on tail shape. Different tail shapes have evolved in sharks adapted for different environments. The tiger shark’s tail has a, how should I put this, yes, a large, upper lobe which delivers the maximum amount of power for slow cruising or sudden bursts of speed. The tiger shark has a varied diet, and because of this, it must be able to, um, twist and turn in the water easily when hunting. In general, sharks swim at an average speed of, um, 5 mph, but when feeding or attacking, the average shark can reach speeds upwards of 12 mph. The mako may range upwards to an incredible 31 mph, making the mako one of the fastest fish. That’s pretty fast in water, by the way. The great white shark is also capable of considerable bursts of speed. Is everyone getting this? I hope so.

Moving along, I’ll now discuss the pectoral and pelvic fins, which are paired. The two dorsal fins may be fused into a single dorsal fin. The anal fin can be used to mark the end of the body or the, um, beginning of the tail. For example, some fish have their pectoral and pelvic fins well separated, while in others, the pelvic fins may be right under or even a little in front of the pectoral fins. On the other hand, some fish may have one or more types of fins missing.

An example of a missing fin on many fish is the, ah, right, the adipose fin, which is a soft, fleshy fin found on the back behind the dorsal fin and just forward of the caudal fin. It is absent in many fish families but is found in characins and catfish. Additionally, some types of fast-swimming fish have a, um, horizontal caudal keel just forward of the tail fin that provides stability and support to the caudal fin. Another one of these missing fins is, um, finlets. These are small, rayless, non-retractable fins between the anal fin and the caudal fin. They are found on, ah, fast swimming fish such as tuna. It can be compared to extra horsepower for a fish. All right, that was pretty bad, but I was baited to it hook, line, and sinker. Anyways, to close this, for every fin, there are a number of fish species in which this particular fin has been lost during evolution. Well, that pretty much wraps up the general uses of fins. Did everyone get that?

M: All right. Is everyone ready? Good. Remember, you will be tested on this next class, umm, so keep your ears open. Please take your seats now so we can begin. Today, we will discuss the visible light spectrum and its applications with astronomy. Now, as we have already discussed, nearly all objects in the universe emit, reflect, and transmit some light. Let me begin by defining the electromagnetic spectrum. It goes something like this… Um, the electromagnetic spectrum is the distribution of light determined by an object’s, um, molecular composition. Now, I need another definition here. Can anyone tell me what the word spectra means?

W1: Let me give this a crack. Spectra is the, ah, distribution of energy emitted by a radiant source, um, arranged in order of wavelengths.

M: Well done! Several types of spectra can be distinguished depending upon the, ah, nature of the radiation coming from an object. If the spectrum is composed primarily of thermal radiation, or heat, emitted by the object itself, an emission spectrum occurs. Now, can anyone tell me why this is important to the field of astronomy

W2: Yes sir. Ah, don’t we use visible light for telescopes?

M: Very good. Now can anyone tell me what a telescope is?

W2: Okay. Let me give this a try. A telescope is an optical tool that, um, gathers and focuses electromagnetic radiation. Telescopes, umm, increase the apparent angular size of distant objects as well as their apparent brightness. Hold on; I’m on a roll! Ah, telescopes work by using one or more curved optical lenses or mirrors to gather light or other electromagnetic radiation and, um, bring that light or radiation to a focus, where the image can be observed, photographed, or studied.How’s that?

M: Excellent. I can hardly wait to see your test score next week! Now, once we have the pictures from a telescope, we have to analyze these pictures. Does anyone know how we do this?

W1: Ah, professor, I believe one method used is electromagnetic spectroscopy.

M: Wow! This class is amazing! Very good! Let me explain this. In astronomy, we begin photographic analysis by “ranging” light. To do this, we use electromagnetic spectroscopy, which is a branch of physics that deals with the characterization of matter by its spectra. Here’s how we rank light. Above infrared in frequency comes visible light. This is the range in which the sun and stars similar to it, um, emit most of their radiation. It is probably not a coincidence that the human eye is sensitive to the wavelengths that the sun emits most strongly. Visible light and near-infrared light are typically absorbed and emitted by electrons in molecules and atoms that move from one energy level to another. Now, the light we see with our eyes is really a very small portion of the electromagnetic spectrum. Does everyone understand this?

W2: Yes sir, but can you give us an example of exactly what range of light the human eye can detect?

M: Sure. For example, a rainbow shows the visible part of the electromagnetic spectrum, which is what we are dealing with in today’s discussion. The non-visible range in the spectrum includes infrared, ultraviolet, X-rays, and gamma rays.

W1: All right. I get that, but, uh, how do we know what kind of light is being photographed by the telescope?

M: That’s an excellent question. Actually, ah, we use a spectrograph, which is an instrument that transforms an incoming waveform into a, um, frequency spectrum. There are several kinds of machines referred to as spectrographs, depending on the precise nature of the waves. In astronomy, spectrographs are widely used. These are installed at the focus of a telescope, which may be either in a ground-based observatory or in a spacecraft.

W2: Well, Professor, how do astronomers analyze this data?

M: Well, once we understand what light classification means and what each range represents, we then use photometry. Photometry is a technique of astronomy concerned with measuring the flux or intensity of an astronomical object’s electromagnetic radiation. When the distance of the measured object can be estimated, um, photometry can give information about the total energy emitted by the object, its size, its temperature, and other physical properties. Since visible light is being measured, accurate photometry is more difficult when the apparent brightness of the object is fainter. Well, okay, that’s all I have to say on this for right now, but we need to understand that I have just given you the basics. We will discuss more about how we use visible light in astronomy in our next class. Any questions?

Good morning, everyone. It’s good to see you all wide awake. Remember, this morning’s lecture will be included on the midterm exam, so take some good study notes. Also, remember to skim over those notes on bald eagle habitats because I’m really going to rack your brains on that topic. Okay. In this lecture, I will complete our section on migratory birds with a rundown of the hummingbird’s migratory traits.

To begin, knowledge in the migratory habits of hummingbirds is not well documented by large numbers of banding records, but we do know a few facts, and we can draw logical conclusions about some of the, um, unknown areas. Uh, for those of you that may have forgotten, um, banding means the trapping of a bird and wrapping of a tiny numbered strip of aluminum around one leg. This is currently the only way to identify individual hummingbirds. Species are studied by, ah, gathering data on large numbers of individuals. So, this lecture will focus on the Ruby-throated hummingbird migration because it’s likely that more people see this species than all the others in North America combined. As I mentioned in the last class, hummingbirds are found only in the Americas, from southern Alaska and Canada to Tierra del Fuego in South America, and including the West Indies. The majority of species occur in tropical Central and South America, but several species also breed in temperate areas.

Well, um, let me give you a little more background here. Most hummingbirds in the U.S. and Canada migrate to warmer climates in the northern winter, though some remain in the warmest coastal regions. Some southern South American species also move to the tropics. These amazing birds, the world’s smallest, have a heartbeat that can reach as high as 1260 beats per minute. Hey, that’s fast! They also typically consume more than their own weight in food each day, and to do that they have to visit hundreds of flowers daily. And if that isn’t enough, they also enter a hibernationlike state known as torpor. During torpor, the heart rate and rate of breathing are both slowed dramatically, to roughly 50-180 beats per minute, reducing their need for food. So as you can see, these birds are very good at conserving energy when they need to.

Now, recent banding studies suggest that individual birds may follow a set route year after year.

It’s not known if any, um, individual bird follows the same route in both directions, and there are some indications that they do not. Other studies, ah, including a study of the hummingbirds’ metabolism, are highly relevant to the question of whether a migrating Rubythroated hummingbird can cross 500 miles of the Gulf of Mexico on a nonstop flight, as field observations suggest it does.

Most Ruby-throated hummingbirds winter between, oh, yeah, southern Mexico and northern Panama. Since hummingbirds lead solitary lives, they neither live nor migrate in flocks. For example, an individual bird may spend the winter anywhere in this range where the habitat is favorable, but, um, probably returns to the same location each winter. Ruby-throats begin moving north as early as January, and by the end of February they are at the northern coast of Yucatan, gorging on insects and spiders to add a thick layer of fat in preparation for flying to the U.S. Some will skirt the Gulf of Mexico and follow the Texas coast north, while most, um, apparently cross the gulf, typically leave at dusk for a nonstop flight of up to 500 miles, which takes 18-22 hours depending on the weather.

Interestingly, hummingbirds may fly over water in company of mixed flocks of other bird species. It’s also possible that a few Ruby-throats, shall we say, islandhop across the Caribbean and enter the U.S. through the Florida Keys. Males depart the Yucatan first, followed about 10 days later by the first females. Since the migration is spread over a three-month period, this prevents catastrophic weather events from wiping out the entire species. Once in North America, migration proceeds at an average rate of about 20 miles per day, generally following the earliest blooming flowers that hummingbirds prefer.

Hummingbirds really do travel great distances. For example, they travel as far as Canada, where Rubythroated hummingbirds are seen on a regular basis from Central and Southern Alberta to Nova Scotia. They arrive in May or early June and depart in August or early September. Additionally, the migratory Ruby-throated hummingbird is the only hummingbird that breeds in the eastern part of North America. Let me close this by saying that, um, we still have many more questions than answers about hummingbird migration. Until technology provides radio transmitters small enough for a 3-gram hummingbird to carry safely, banding is the best tool to collect data on individual birds.

M1: Good day! I hope everyone is ready for today’s discussion. I’d like to get into the specifics on the different kinds of attachments developed between babies and mothers. So, if you’re ready, let’s begin. As has already been mentioned in this class, the maternal bond is typically the relationship between a mother and her child. There are hundreds of factors, both physical and emotional, which influence the mother–infant bonding process. Bonding is a gradual experience that can take hours, days, weeks, or even months to evolve.

M2: Um, Professor, could you tell us when this relationship actually begins?

M1: Generally speaking, um, the maternal bond between a woman and her biological child usually begins to develop during pregnancy. From around, umm, 18 weeks, the mother can begin to feel the fetus, or unborn child, moving, which can enhance bonding. Also, the bond strengthens when the mother can see her baby during an ultrasound scan. The developing fetus, um, hears the mother’s heartbeat and voice and may respond to touch or movement. By the seventh month of pregnancy, let’s see, yes, two-thirds of women may report a strong, maternal bond.

W: So, ah, you are saying that childbirth is the main positive bond between mother and child?

M1: Well, the process of childbirth greatly adds to this bond, though that is not always the case, as we all know that every birth and every mother is, um, unique. For example, um, situational factors may include a traumatic birth, the pregnant woman’s own mother’s parenting style, experienced stress, social support, and the influence of the partner. It is also thought that babies and children, ah, emit a scent which makes many adults want to take care of them on instinct.

M2: Well, um, what other kinds of things cause the baby and mother to bond?

M1: Okay. Here’s what we know. Newborns can feel many different sensations, but they respond most enthusiastically to soft stroking, cuddling, and caressing. For example, gentle rocking back and forth will oftentimes calm a crying baby, as will massages and warm baths. Newborns may comfort themselves by sucking their thumb or a pacifier. The need to suckle is instinctive and allows newborns to feed.

W: Are there any other ways babies identify with their, ah, mothers?

M1: Well, newborn infants have pretty bad vision, being able to focus on objects only about, um, about 18 inches directly in front of their face. While this may not be much, it is all that is needed for the infant to look at the mother’s face when breastfeeding. Also, a newborn has a developed sense of smell at birth, and within the first week of life can already, ah, distinguish the differences between the mother’s own breast milk and the breast milk of another female.

M2: Excuse me. What about breastfeeding? I would have thought that, um, this was the major way babies and mothers bonded?

M1: I was just getting to that. Um, breastfeeding is also strongly believed to foster early maternal bond, via touch, response, and mutual gazing. However, this is not always the case, especially if the mother is experiencing some common problem of breastfeeding. Many believe that early bonding, like touching, ah, ideally increases the response and sensitivity to the child’s needs, further cementing the quality of the mother-baby relationship.

W: Are there any instances when the baby-mother bond is weak or nonexistent?

M1: Of course! Remember the emotional Velcro bonding theory that we discussed last class? Well, when it first appeared in the mid-1970s, the bonding process was analyzed to the point of creating another term: poor bonding. Now this can occur because of a couple of well-known reasons. As we all know, childbirth can be a stressful event. Some women report symptoms compatible with posttraumatic stress disorder after birth. Between, um, 70 and 80 percent of mothers in the United States report some feelings of sadness or “baby blues” after childbirth. This can last quite a long time.

W: You said there were other reasons?

M1: Yes, there are others, but the most important one is colic. Colic, which is a terrible pain many babies feel in their bowels, can place an enormous strain on parents and other family members. The feeling that, um, they are not providing something their child desperately wants or needs can induce stress, depression, feelings of helplessness, and low selfesteem. If crying is prevalent during nighttime hours, then these problems can be aggravated by sleep loss. Exhaustion may also result. Many first-time mothers experience this, and it can lead to a long term, um, let’s say dysfunctional relationship between certain mothers and their children.
