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前言

Preface

听力在大学英语六级考试中扮演着日益重要的角色，自从2013年8月六级题型改革以来，听力部分的分值已经占到总分的35%。听力部分得分的高低，在很大程度上决定了六级考试的成败。由于没有语言环境，加之平时缺乏练习，所以听力成了很多考生的弱项。听力水平的提高非一日之功，一方面要多听英美原声材料，熟悉语音、语调，培养语感；另一方面要多记词汇和常用语，了解英美文化背景知识。此外，考生还要掌握六级听力的特点，做到心中有数，这样才能在听力考试中游刃有余。针对以上几点，编者从考生备考实际出发，为六级考生量身打造了这本听力强化训练习题集。本书分为三个部分：

一、听力攻略

听力攻略共分两节。在第一节中，本书从解读2013年8月六级题型改革入手，介绍了改革后听力部分的测试内容、测试题型、分值比例和考试时间，让考生对改革后的听力题型有一个全面、清晰的了解。接下来，对大纲中听力部分考核要求进行了解读，让考生清楚地了解自己的备考方向。在第二节中，本书对听力部分四种题型的特点逐一进行了分析，并结合真题总结高分技巧，让考生有的放矢、高效备考。

二、综合强化

综合强化部分包含15套模拟题，为考生考前模拟提供丰富的练习素材。在选材方面，本书选取英美文化、社会、历史、经济、科技等多个领域的文章，让考生对英美文化背景知识有更多的了解。在命题方面，编者精研真题，在难易度和设题形式方面力求高度模拟真题。在试题解析中，本书不但提供了听力原文和答案解析，还附有答案速查，方便考生自测。

三、单项强化

本书特别增加了单项强化，分为短对话、长对话、短文理解和短文听写四类题型。旨在帮助考生攻克自身弱项，提高整体水平。

除以上提及的内容外，本书附录还收录了听力常考同音词、六级常考词组、听力场景词汇表达和常用地名表，希望能够对考生起到一定的帮助。另外，全书配套音频由专业外教朗读，发音清晰地道，语速标准；全部录音同步配套字幕，音频录音和实考流程完全一致，因此，本书是考生备考六级听力的最佳资料。

由于时间仓促，本书错误之处在所难免，如有不妥之处，还请各位读者多多指正，以便我们不断改善。

听力攻略


第一节

题型改革及大纲要求

1　题型改革

2013年8月，全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会发布了四、六级考试题型改革的通知。改革后听力部分的测试内容、测试题型、分值比例和考试时间如下表所示：

此次题型改革，听力部分主要有两处变化：

1. 原复合式听写调整为单词及词组听写；

2. 考试时间由35分钟缩短为30分钟。

复合式听写调整为单词及词组听写，虽然难度有所降低，但是考生不可掉以轻心，因为考试时间也由35分钟缩短为30分钟，考生要抓紧时间填写答题卡，否则可能会感觉考试时间不够用。

2　大纲要求

1. 听力题型解读

听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读，语速六级约每分钟150词。听力部分分值比例为35%，其中对话占15%，短文占20%。考试时间30分钟。

对话部分包括短对话和长对话，采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。短对话有8段，每段提一个问题；长对话有2段，每段提3~4个问题；对话部分共15题。每段对话均朗读一遍，每个问题后留有13~15秒的答题时间。

短文部分包括短文理解及单词和词组听写。短文理解有3篇，采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。每篇长度为240~270词。每篇短文朗读一遍，提3~4个问题，每个问题后留有13~15秒的答题时间，共10题。单词及词组听写采用1篇短文，长度为240~270词。要求考生在听懂短文的基础上用所听到的原文填写空缺的单词或词组，共10题。短文播放三遍。

2. 听力考核的语言技能及要求

听力理解部分考核学生获取口头信息的能力，包括理解主旨大意、重要事实和细节、隐含意义，判断话语的交际功能、说话人的观点、态度等。听力理解部分考核的技能是：


A. 理解中心思想和重要细节


1）理解中心思想

2）听懂重要的或特定的细节

3）判断说话人的观点、态度等


B. 理解隐含的意思


4）推断隐含的意义

5）判断话语的交际功能


C. 借助语言特征理解听力材料


6）辨别语音特征，如从连续的话语中辨别语音、理解重音和语音语调等

7）理解句间关系，如比较、原因、结果、程度、目的等

大学英语六级考试听力理解部分要求考生达到《教学要求》中的较高要求，即“能基本听懂英语国家人士的谈话和讲座，能听懂题材熟悉、篇幅较长的国内英语广播或电视节目，语速为每分钟150词左右，能掌握其中心大意，抓住要点和相关细节。能基本听懂外国专家用英语讲授的专业课程”。


第二节

题型分析及高分技巧

1　短对话

短对话部分共八道题，采用一男一女对话的形式。对话通常只有一个回合，对话后是针对对话内容提出的问题。每段对话的总词数平均在45词左右，录音时长平均在20秒左右。每个问题后约有15秒的答题时间，录音只播放一遍。纵观历年短对话的话题，虽然涉及内容广泛，但都与学生的学习和生活联系紧密，所以考生通常能够听懂短对话的主题。但是能否听懂问题并选出答案就另当别论了。总结历年短对话的考查类型，可以将短对话分成以下几类：

1. 地点场景题

短对话可能发生在许多不同的地点和场景，如：饭店、书店、机场、图书馆等等。考查地点、场景的题目相对比较简单，只要听清与这些地点、场景相关的词语或者围绕这些地点、场景展开的话题就可以判断这段对话是在哪儿发生的。这类题目常见的提问方式为：

Where does this/the conversation most probably take place?

Where are the two speakers?

17. A) At a “Lost and Found”.

B) At a reception desk.

C) At a trade fair.

D) At an exhibition.

M: Excuse me, Miss? Did anyone happen to turn in a new handbag?
 You know, it's a birthday gift for my wife.

W: Let me see. Oh, we've got quite a lot of women's bags here. Can you give me more detailed information, such as the color, the size and the trademark?

Q: Where does this conversation most probably take place?


【分析】
 本题属于地点场景题。根据划线部分的含义“有没有人交来一个新的手提包”可以判断这段对话发生在失物招领处，故选A。

2. 身份关系题

这类题目通常可以通过对话中涉及的人物从事的工作，已经、将要或正在做的事情来判断说话者的身份或说话者与某人的关系。这类题目常见的提问方式为：

What's the man's/woman's job/profession/occupation?

Who is the man/woman probably speaking to?

What's the probable relationship between the two speakers?

这类题目相对比较简单，最近几年的六级考试中没有考查，但是作为短对话的经典题型考生还是应该掌握。

15. A) A car dealer.

B) A mechanic.

C) A driving examiner.

D) A technical consultant.

W: It's always been hard to get this car into first gear, and now the clutch seems to be slipping.

M: If you leave the car with me, I will fix it for you this afternoon.


Q: Who is the woman probably speaking to?


【分析】
 本题属于身份关系题。根据划线部分的内容可以推断男士的身份为机修工，故选B。

3. 观点意图题

这类题目考查的是说话人的观点或意图，通常情况下说话人的观点或意图不会直接表达出来，需要考生根据说话人的语气、语调以及关键词句推断说话人的言外之意，所以这类题目相对较难。听音的时候要重点听第二个人说的话，因为出题点往往暗含在第二个人说的话中。这类题目的常见提问方式为：

What does the man/woman think of...?

What does the man/woman mean/imply?

What does the man/woman say about...?


【示例】
 （2011年6月）

17. A) They are both to blame.

B) They are both easy to please.

C) They can manage to get along.

D) They will make peace in time.

W: Can you believe the way Larry was talking to his roommate? No wonder they don't get along.

M: Well, maybe Larry was just reacting to something his roommate said. There are two sides to every story, you know.

Q: What does the man imply about Larry and his roommate?


【分析】
 本题属于观点意图题。难点在于对There are two sides to every story这句话的理解，这句话的意思是“一个巴掌拍不响”，言外之意是拉里和他的室友都有责任，故选A。

4. 动作行为题

这类题目也有一定难度，因为对话中可能会涉及不同人物的不同动作，要想做对这类题目，考生就要留心听清每个动作以及每个动作对应的人和时间。这类题目常见的提问方式为：

What is the man/woman probably going to do first?

What does the man/woman suggest the woman/man do?


【示例】
 （2012年6月）

15. A) Add more fruits and vegetables to her diet.

B) Ask Tony to convey thanks to his mother.

C) Decline the invitation as early as possible.

D) Tell Tony's mother that she eats no meat.

W: Tony's mother has invited me to dinner. Do you think I should tell her in advance that I'm a vegetarian?

M: Of course. I think she'd appreciate it. Imaging how you both feel if she fixed the turkey dinner or something.

Q: What does the man suggest the woman do?


【分析】
 本题是这类题目中相对简单的一题，女士征求男士的意见，男士的回答简洁明确，所以比较容易确定本题答案为D。

5. 推理归纳题

这类题目涵盖的范围比较广，可能需要针对男士说的话进行推理，也可能需要针对女士说的话进行推理，还可能需要根据整段对话的内容进行推理归纳。这类题目的选项句子结构完整，通常涵盖了对话的各个方面。这类题目常见的提问方式为：

What do we learn from the conversation?

What can we infer from the conversation?

What do we learn about the man/woman from the conversation?

18. A) The apartment is still available.

B) The advertisement is outdated.

C) On-campus housing is hard to secure.

D) The apartment is close to the campus.

W: Hi, I'm calling about the ad for the one-bedroom apartment.

M: Perfect timing! The person who was supposed to rent it just backed out to take a room on campus.


Q: What do we learn from the conversation?


【分析】
 本题的解题关键是听清划线处男士所说的话，并弄懂这句话的意思。这句话中有两处提示性的词语，be supposed to do意为“本应做某事”，back out意为“退出；食言”，这句话的意思是“原本这间公寓会租给另外一个人，但是那个人刚刚放弃承租，要去校内租房子了”。故本题选A。

短对话高分技巧一：十大场景及一般思路

1. 借车：车一般是借不到的。

2. 吃：披萨、海鲜吃了一般会有不适反应，“派（pie）”一般比较好吃。

3. 考试：作业、论文一般比较难，或需要熬夜完成；教授一般比较严厉；选修课较难较多。

4. 坐车（飞机、轮船）：一般都需要等，或者出现晚点等情况。

5. 事故（灾难）：光明原则，一般不会死人。

6. 听讲座：题目一般是比较丰富有趣的，内容一般是比较复杂难懂的。

7. 论文：一般需要修改（polish）或重写（rewrite、retype）。

8. 休闲：男生一般喜欢待在家里看电视（TV）或者看电影（movie），女生一般喜欢高雅艺术，如theater。

9. 医院：需要预约（make an appointment）。

10. 买票：基本上是买不到的。

短对话高分技巧二：从考点着手

1. 排除不相干选项，听到什么不选什么。

2. but题型。

3. 语气语调。

4. 数字时间题的处理。

5. 建议请求。

6. 女人强过男人。

7. 校园生活符合正常思维（e.g. 凡事不应该放弃；高雅的东西永远推崇；教授的演讲虽然有时无聊（boring），但是最终永远是正面评价；作业虽然多但是永远有方法可以克服；考试一定要努力，否则没有好结果——男生一般不努力）。

短对话高分技巧三：短对话听力的一些原则

1. 推理原则：一般需对对话进行推理，所以要慎选直接引用原文单词的选项。

2. 同义替换原则：正确选项往往与对话里的关键表达形成了同义替换关系，即用不同的词汇、短语、搭配等表达相近的意思。

3. 听力部分不要过于纠结选项：这一点和阅读题（特别是仔细阅读部分）不同，无须过于认真地比对、分析各个选项。

4. 挫折原则：通常要办的事情都是不顺利的（如买东西买不到、订房间客满等）。

短对话高分技巧四：短对话听力的一些陷阱

1. 前句误导，后句表态。

2. 时间倒置，扰乱思维。

3. 选项信息杂糅，模棱两可。

4. 看似答非所问，实则暗藏“玄机”。

5. 弦外之音，难以捉摸。

2　长对话

与短对话一样，长对话通常也是以一男一女对话的形式出现。虽然在形式上长对话与短对话相同，但是由于长对话的回合数增加了（平均8个回合），所以相应地长对话的信息量（平均长度为260词）和每组长对话后面的题目也增加了（一篇3道题，另外一篇4道题）。长对话的话题与短对话一样可能涉及许多方面，但是长对话内容相对集中的特点决定了长对话的场景不像短对话那样多，常见的场景有职场面试场景和演播室访谈场景。长对话的常见题型也比短对话少，通常包括主题概况题、事实细节题、态度评价题和推断归纳题。长对话回合数多、题目多的特点，使出题位置的定位显得相对重要。长对话常见的出题位置如下：

1. 开头和结尾

长对话的开头和结尾处通常容易设题，在对话的开头处，通常会介绍主旨或场景等信息，在对话结尾处谈话人常常会重申或总结自己的观点。

22. A) Interviewing a movie star.

B) Discussing teenage role models.

C) Hosting a television show.

D) Reviewing a new biography.

Q: What is the woman doing?

W: Good evening, and welcome to tonight's edition of Legendary Lives. Our subject this evening is James Dean, actor and hero for the young people of his time. Edward Murray is the author of a new biography of Dean. Good evening, Edward.


【分析】
 本题出题点在对话开头。根据女士的开场白“晚上好，欢迎来到这一期的《传奇人生》”以及她对本期节目主题和受邀嘉宾的介绍可知，女士正在主持电视节目，故选C。

2. 对话问答处

一问一答通常是长对话展开的主要方式，因此对话问答处也常常成为长对话的出题点。


【示例】
 （2011年12月）

21. A) They specialise in one product only.

B) They have outlets throughout Britain.

C) They run chain stores in central London.

D) They sell by mail order only.

Q: What does the man say about other people in his line of business?

W: What's the competition like? Do you have quite a lot of competition?

M: There are other people in the business now as specialists, but only as mail order outlets. But we have a shop here in central London plus a mail order outlet.


【分析】
 本题出题点在对话问答处。题干与原文中女士提的问题相同，只是换了一个问法。原文中的only as mail order outlets与答案中的sell by mail order only属于同义转述。

3. 转折关系处

长对话在行文过程中，通常会在转折关系处设题。因此，如果听到but、however、yet、although等转折连词，要格外留意，这些地方可能成为出题点。


【示例】

19. A) We simply cannot help reacting instinctively that way.

B) We wish to hide our indifference to their misfortune.

C) We derive some humorous satisfaction from their misfortune.

D) We think it serves them right for being mean to other people.

Q: Why does the man say we laugh when we see some self-important people making fools of themselves?

M: Actually, Laura, I think we laugh because we are glad it didn't happen to us. But of course there is also a kind of humorous satisfaction in seeing somebody self-important making a fool of themselves.


【分析】
 本题的出题点在转折关系处。文章中出现了转折连词but，提示接下来说话者所说的话才是重点。原文中的a kind of humorous satisfaction与C项中的some humorous satisfaction属于同义转述，故选C。

4. 因果关系处

因果关系处也常常成为长对话的设题点，因果关系词较容易分辨，通常是because或者so。

20. A) They want to show their genuine sympathy.

B) They have had similar personal experiences.

C) They don't know how to cope with the situation.

D) They don't want to reveal their own frustration.

Q: Why do some people joke about those who are fat or handicapped according to the man?

M: Oh, I think that's because we're embarrassed. We don't know how to cope with the situation.


【分析】
 本题出题点在因果关系处。男士说人们取笑胖人或残疾人是因为不知道该如何应对这种尴尬的状况，故选C。

5. 重要细节处

长对话中涉及细节的地方很多，但是并非每处细节都会成为考点。长对话常考的细节题主要集中在人物观点处、强调重复处、数字信息处和比较级/最高级处。


【示例】
 （2011年12月）

20. A) About half of them are unavailable on the market.

B) The kitchenware in his shop is of unique design.

C) All of them are manufactured in his own plant.

D) Most of them are specially made for his shop.

Q: What does the man say about his stock of products?

W: Right. So you do commission some part of your stock.

M: Yes, very much so. About 75 percent of our stock is specially made for us.


【分析】
 本题出题点在数字信息处。原文中的About 75 percent of our stock is specially made for us. 与答案Most of them are specially made for his shop. 属于同义转述。

长对话高分技巧一：主题原则（前二后二回合必出，一问一答为一回合）

主题句常常在对话的开头，对整篇对话的大意起到概括和提示的作用，实际上是说话人所谈论的中心话题；长对话的第一题很可能针对对话的开头提问。

结尾处往往涉及建议、决定或某种行为等，它对整个对话起到一个总结的作用。长对话的最后一题经常针对对话的结尾设题，故留意结尾回合中的关键动词就成了解题的关键。

长对话高分技巧二：提问常出（听见什么选什么）

长对话由对话双方的多轮问答构成，因而对话中的提问处就成了出题重点，文章结束后的问题往往就是对话原文中问题的复现或同义转述，因此听清对话中紧接问题之后的答语基本可做对七成以上的题，如果不追求满分，考场上完全可以遵循“听见什么选什么”，尤其是在题多量大时间短的情况下。

长对话高分技巧三：重读常出

对话的核心内容理应会得到说话人的强调，最为有效的强调方式莫过于重复，而且重复的词语往往能够揭示对话的主题。因此对那些对话双方多次提到的词语或内容应进行重点记忆。

长对话高分技巧四：同义复现必出

正确选项往往与原文相似，或是原文的同义表达，因此应注意提取选项中的关键点，在听音时留意其是否与原文同义并加以记录。

长对话高分技巧五：留意数字、人名、地名、时间、年代等相关信息

遇到数字、人名、地名、时间、年代时要对此类信息做简要记录，尤其是选项中出现类似的概念时，在听音时更应重点留意。

长对话高分技巧六：原因、转折必考

原因和转折处是反应对话重要信息的地方，理清因果关系和转折关系才能彻底听懂对话内容，这也正是听力常考之处，因此听音时应格外注意。

长对话高分技巧七：建议句型必考

建议句型也是提示重要信息的地方，建议表示一种可能会被采纳的具体措施，也是听力出题常考之处。

3　短文理解

与对话相比，短文理解信息量大，篇幅长，句子复杂，内容表述形式通常为独白，略显单一枯燥。这部分由3篇短文组成，每篇长度为240～270词，短文只读一遍，3篇短文后有10道题目。以上这些因素从客观上决定了短文理解相对较难，但是即便如此，我们也不必谈其色变。短文理解还是有一定规律可循的。

在选文体裁方面，短文理解以说明文和记叙文为主，鲜有议论文。在题目类型方面，短文理解主要有事实细节题、主旨概况题和推断归纳题这三种考查方式。在出题位置方面，短文理解除了在开头和结尾处、逻辑关系处、重要细节处设题外，受行文结构的影响，部分题目还可能出现在句式语法处、排比列举处等。

30. A) Offer more creative and practical ideas than men.

B) Ask questions that often lead to controversy.

C) Speak loudly enough to attract attention.

D) Raise issues on behalf of women.

Q: What might women do at office meetings nowadays according to the speaker?

At office meetings and in group discussions, they might speak up more often, express stronger opinions and come up with more creative and practical ideas than their male colleagues.


【分析】
 本题出题点在排比列举处。文中这段话的意思是“在办公会议和小组讨论中，女性比她们的男性同事发言更频繁，表达的观点更强烈，提出的点子更有创意而且更实用”。A选项与原文意思相符，故选A。

短文理解高分技巧一：短文理解解题步骤

首先，浏览已知选项，推断问题的内容和短文大意。在播放短文之前，我们可以利用弹性时间浏览各小题选项，推断短文的体裁和大致内容，为播放短文时充分获取信息做好准备。另外，也可据此推断问题的类型甚至内容以便听音时更有针对性。

其次，手眼脑并用，记录关键信息。播放短文录音期间要听记兼顾，以听为主。一篇短文就是一个信息群，完全靠大脑记忆所有的信息往往是很困难的。因此我们应该把获取的主要信息有选择性地记录下来（特别是一些关键细节），为作出正确选择做好准备。需要特别注意的是，“听”是第一位的，千万不要因为记录前面的信息而漏听后面的信息。

再次，针对不同题型采取相应的解题技巧。在播放问题时，我们要综合利用各种解题技巧作出正确选择。

最后，认真检查核对，尤其应注意含有否定词的题目，不允许任何由于疏忽造成的失误。

短文理解高分技巧二：短文理解的八种题材


1. 学校题材（剑桥大学等）


重点：学校的地理位置，资金来源，校园环境，师生情况，课程情况，图书馆，课外活动，学校特色


2. 机构介绍（协会，图书馆等）


重点：地点，规模，制度，专业，特色


3. 社会热点


重点：轰动效应，背景（产生的原因），大众观点，专家的态度，讲话者的立场


4. 灾难题（毒品，车祸等）


重点：问题类型，起因，危害，解决方法（尤其是科学家、研究人员提出的事实、观点、方法、结论）


5. 新闻题


重点：when, where, who, why, what (which), how


6. 人物题


重点：生卒年月，出生地，成就（贡献），坎坷遭遇，结局


7. 科普题（生态环境、新能源等）


重点：物体特征，形成原因，分类，最新研究发现和初步结论


8. 故事


重点：主人公遭遇，变故，主人公做的决定，原因，结局

短文理解高分技巧三：短文理解的8大解题原则

1. 听即原则：所听即所得，听到什么就选什么（正好与短对话相反，短对话中，含有所听到关键词的选项一般不选）

2. 重读原则：当某单词或短语被反复读到或在语音上加以重读时，应引起重视，如果选项中出现则很可能就是答案

3. 顺序原则：除了部分说明文外，出题顺序一般与行文顺序相同

4. 主题原则：主题一般出现在段落的头尾部分，所以要集中精力听清前三句话和最后两句话

5. 原因原则：凡出现表示原因、目的的地方，就很有可能是考点，如because, so, as等词前后要着重听

6. 转折原则：凡出现表示转折关系的连词如but, however, yet等，后面的句子往往是考点，要引起重视

7. 光明原则：事情一般都是朝好的方向发展，主人公一般大难不死，事情总是绝处逢生

8. 偏怪小原则：一般故事总是稀奇古怪的，经过总是曲折离奇的，结局总是出人意料的。宗旨就是意料之外、情理之中

4　短文听写

此部分题型在改革后取消了原来的长句听写，10个考点全部为单词或词组，一般为7~8个单词、2~3个词组，由于本题型在考查辨音能力的同时还考查拼写能力，因此考生在平时的练习中一定要打好词汇基础，了解单词及其各种变形的正确写法，同时熟知单词的正确发音，以便在听力中快速辨识，使发音和语义能够快速联系起来。除此之外，做短文听写时也应注意一些技巧：

短文听写高分技巧一：抓紧时间，听前预览

短文听写部分的Directions比较长，这就给考生提供了时间浏览全文，通过浏览全文，考生可以先了解短文大意，并可简单判断空格处应填单词的词性、时态、单复数等一般信息。甚至能通过上下文逻辑关系或常识猜出答案。

短文听写高分技巧二：首遍初记，二遍补遗

听首遍录音的时候，考生应边听边尽量填写出能够辨识出的单词，个别长单词可只记开头和结尾字母，同时注意理解文章大意。听第二遍录音的时候，考生应主要攻克首遍放音时没有填写完整的内容，尤其应注意听准词尾变化，最好在第二遍结束后就能基本填写完毕。

在听写的过程中，考生应始终遵循“精听速记”的原则，即有侧重地听空格处的内容，并且迅速将听到的单词记下来，不要因为一个空格处的拼写而影响到听下面的内容。另外，如果某些词没有听清楚，甚至出现了完全陌生的单词，考生也不要紧张，更不要在听的过程中一直纠结，因为这样只会因小失大，以致听力总成绩大受影响。

短文听写高分技巧三：三遍检查，通读全文

听第三遍录音的时候主要是查漏补缺，同时检查已经填好的内容。要重点检查单词拼写的问题、名词的单复数、动词的时态和词性，检查句子中是否存在时态和语态错误，是否存在介词、冠词、代词等被遗漏的现象。如有不确定的空格，或者没有听出来的空格，一定要根据上下文语义冷静判断，不要留空。

(16) There are three main elements that combine to create either a positive or negative experience for listeners. They can result in a voice that is pleasing to listen to and can be used effectively. Or they can create a voice that doesn't hold attention, or even worse, causes an adverse reaction. The three elements are volume, pitch, and pace.

On the way home from his job at a bakery in Wainscott, New York, one August evening, Craig Schum, 33, stopped his car at the East Hampton Airport. A group was protesting airplane noise, and (20) Schum, who had kicked off his shoes, got out of the car.

Thousands of immigrants who need to file papers related to immigration status, green cards, and resident cards no longer have to stand in line for hours on end. (19) The immigration office now has a new system called Info Pass.
 Applicants simply schedule a time and a date to meet with an immigration officer using Info Pass. They don't even have to go to the immigration office. Info Pass is a website that they can access on their home computer or a library computer.

In 1963 the leader of the Labour Party made a speech explaining plans for a “university of the air”. It was an educational system which would make use of television, radio and correspondence courses. Thirty-three families allowed themselves to be recorded during a recent study, which turned out that parents who said they supported physical punishment did it often and with little cause of annoyance.

When it comes to disciplining their young children, what parents say they do is very much different from what they actually do. New research finds that parents slap or hit children more often and for more trivial reasons than researchers previously thought.

At the International Student House in Washington, a temporary residence for students from over 40 countries, student Nina Dominic from India says the United States was her number one choice.

We check e-mail as soon as we reach home, and sneak a peek at our inboxes along the way. We respond to calls, texts, and messages even while on vacation. Companies often allow employees to work from home for one or two days a week; some let them live in remote locations.

This has all become the norm. A decade ago, we could not have imagined being always on, always connected, with work following us wherever we go.

(19) For our grandparents, “work” was almost always in a factory or on a farm. Today, the farm and factory jobs are performed by a shrinking minority. There are still many jobs in the services sector that require physical work.

“A penny saved is a penny earned.” This old saying calls attention to the wisdom of saving money. People who hate to spend money are known as “tightwads”, while those who like to get the most value for their money are called “thrifty”. (22) A spendthrift is someone who spends wastefully. People like that are often said to spend money “like a drunken sailor” or “like there's no tomorrow.”


In the United States, people who want to start a savings account have different choices of where to put their money. These include banks and credit unions. Credit unions are cooperatives for people who have some kind of connection, like the members working for a university or a government agency.

Credit unions, banks and other financial institutions pay interest on savings accounts. But the interest rates are low. Certificates of deposit pay higher returns. (23) With a certificate of deposit, a person agrees not to withdraw the money for a certain period of time. Longer terms, and larger amounts, pay higher interest.
 People can withdraw their money early but they have to pay a penalty.

Another way to save is through a money market fund. This is a kind of mutual fund. Mutual funds invest money from many people. The money is sometimes placed in short-term government securities. (24) Money market funds, however, may not be federally guaranteed like other kinds of savings.


In a number of countries, people have been saving less over the years. In nineteen ninety, Americans had a household savings rate of seven percent. This year, that rate is expected to be a little more than two percent. (25) Many European countries have higher rates, but Americans save more than families in Japan.

Scientists say the surface of the Earth is cracked like a huge eggshell. They call these pieces tectonic plates. As many as 20 such plates cover the Earth. The plates sometimes hit each other, and sometimes (26) move away from

 each other. Because some continents are above two plates, the continents move when the plates do.

The movement of tectonic plates can cause earthquakes and volcanoes. Modern (27) instruments

 show that about 90 percent of all earthquakes happen along a few lines in several places around the Earth.

It is common knowledge that music can have a powerful effect on our emotions. In fact, since the 1930s, (16) music therapists have relied on music to soothe patients and help control pain.
 Now psychologists are confirming that music can also help relieve depression and improve concentration. For instance, (17) in a recent study, 15 surgeons were given some highly stressed math problems to solve. They were divided into three groups:
 the first group of surgeons worked in silence, and in the second group, the surgeons listened to music of their choice on headphones; the third listened to classic music carefully chosen by the researchers. The results of the study may surprise you a lot. (17) The surgeons who got to choose their music experienced less stress and scored better than the others.
 One possible explanation is that listening to music you like can stimulate the Alfa-wave in the brain, increase the heart rate as well as expand the breathing. Another research suggests a second relationship between music and the brain: by examining the blood of students after they listen to a variety of classic music selections, the researchers found that some students showed a large increase in endorphin, a natural pain reliever. Let's have a look at some of the actual vehicles that played a prominent role in speeding up mail delivery. Consider how long it used to take to send a letter across a relatively short distance. (23) Back in the 1600s, it took two weeks on horseback to get a letter from Boston to New York
 , a distance of about 260 miles. Crossing a river was also a challenge. Ferry service was so irregular that a carrier would sometimes wait hours just to catch a ferry. For journeys inland there was always a stagecoach but the ride was by no means comfortable because it had to be shared with other passengers. The post office was pretty ingenious to some extent. In the 19th century, in the southwestern desert, for an instance, camels were brought in to help to get the mail through. (24) In Alaska, reindeer were used. “The United States is where great things are possible.” Those are the words of Elon Musk, whose astonishing career illustrates that the American dream can still come true.

(22) Musk was born in South Africa but emigrated to the United States via Canada in the 1990s.

Passage Three


The UN is currently undergoing a multi-year renovation of its 39 floors. Michael Adlerstein is the executive director of that project. (23) He says the new climate change initiative, known as Cool UN, will both help the environment and save money.
 “The Cool UN Campaign will reduce our greenhouse gas emissions, save energy and even save some expenses here at headquarters,” he said. “It is a practical action that will also raise the awareness of staff and of the UN missions in New York of climate change and our need to take action.”

During the August trial period, Adlerstein says he expects the UN will save about $100,000 on its air conditioning bill. The benefits will also include cutting large amounts of carbon dioxide that would have been released into the atmosphere. While attaching importance to saving energy, he also says it is already too hot in some offices.

“I think it's worth it to help the environment,” he said. “But also, (24) there are a lot of things you can do to help the environment—shades on the windows, be more careful turning off the computers, things like that to save energy.
 But we cannot concentrate with the heat inside the offices.”

If the initiative is successful during August, the program will continue year round, with thermostats being lowered about three degrees throughout the complex during winter.

Adlerstein says over the course of a year, the initiative could save $1 million on energy costs in addition to cutting greenhouse gas emissions.

Many people believe that teaching children music makes them smarter. But the organizers of a new study say there's no scientific evidence that early musical training affects the intelligence of young people. (16) Researchers at Harvard University have found that there's one thing musical training does not do. They say it does not make children more intelligent.


Samuel Mehr is a graduate student at Harvard's School of Education. He said it is wrong to think that learning to play a musical instrument improves a child's intellectual development. (17) He says the evidence comes from studies that measured the mental ability of two groups of 4-year-olds and their parents. One group attended music class; the other went to a class that places importance on the visual arts.

Teachers and parents normally call attention to the pictures when they read storybooks to preschool children. (19) But a study published in 2011 suggests attaching importance to the words and letters on the page may lead to better readers.
 The children whose teachers most often discussed the print showed clearly higher skills in reading, spelling and understanding.

Shayne Piasta, an assistant professor of Ohio State University, was an author of the study. She says most preschool teachers would find this method manageable and would need only a small change in the way they teach. They already read storybooks in class. The only difference would be increased attention to the printed text.

More than three hundred children aged four and five were observed in classrooms in Ohio and Virginia. (20) The children came from poor families and were below average in their language skills. This put them at risk for reading problems later.


For thirty weeks, the children took part in a program called Project STAR. The project is based at Ohio State. It tests the short-term and long-term results of reading regularly to preschool children in their classrooms. The research revealed knowledge can be gained by having focused discussions when reading a book to a child.

(21) There are different ways that adults can talk to children about print. They can point to a letter and discuss it, and even trace the shape with a finger. They can point out a word: “This is dog.” They can discuss the meaning of the print or how the words tell the story. McDonalds Corp. lately is as hot as French fries straight from the fryer. Ever since it adopted a strategy in 2010 that focuses on improving existing restaurants and adding new menu items, the burger giant has been on a tear.

So what's McDonald's secret sauce? For one thing, the Illinois-based chain is leaning heavily on emerging markets such as China for new-restaurant growth. (22) Its sales report showed the Asia/Pacific, Middle East and Africa division posted the strongest same-store sales growth of all its business units in 2013, with sales up 97% from the year before.


(23) The company made “compelling customer conveniences” one of the growth drivers.
 Delivering food by motorbike is one of these conveniences. Another is adding dessert booths or windows on the exterior of existing restaurants where pedestrians can order an ice-cream cone, bypassing the lunch line inside.

Passage One


Today, (16) I'd like to talk about some of the changes land can undergo, specifically desertification, the process through which land becomes part of a desert.
 Now a desert is defined as a place that receives a certain maximum amount of rainfall. But you may not know that it usually takes more than just a lack of water to turn productive land into a desert. There are several specific human activities that when combined with a lack of rainfall encourages desertification. For example, (17) over cultivation, growing more crops than soil can support. The soil loses its nutrients
 , so it needs either to be fertilized or to be left unused for at least a season. But if neither of these things happens, if these nutrients in the soil don't get replaced, the damaged soil stops producing
 . Another cause of desertification is overgrazing. That's when the grasses and trees and shrubs of an area are expected to feed more animals than they reasonably can. Too many animals eating in the same area will kill the vegetation. And because it's the roots of this vegetation that hold much of the soil together, when too much of the vegetation dies, the soil erodes. But maybe the most ironic example of human behavior that can lead to desertification is irrigation. It may seem to run counter to common sense to say that introducing water into an area can cause it to become more like a desert. But there are plenty of bad irrigation practices that do just that. (18) Bringing in too much salty water and then not providing adequate drainage for it will fill the soil with salt, and turn the area into a desert.

Today we are going to talk about our moon. First, the earth's moon is unusual. Why? It's larger than other moons or satellites in the solar system. Its diameter is more than a quarter that of the earth. And if you compare the earth and the moon in terms of substance, you find the moon isn't much like the earth. For example, (22) the earth has a significant iron core, but the moon contains very little heavy materials like iron. That's why its density is much lower than that of the earth.
 Now, one time it was believed that the moon and the earth were formed in the meanwhile from the same material. But then wouldn't the moon have as much iron as the earth? (23) Another theory is that the moon was formed elsewhere in the solar system, and then it was captured, so to speak, by earth. But study shows the young earth would not have had enough gravitational force to stop a body of the size of a moon from traveling through the solar system and pull it into orbit.

But the huge impact created a vapor that shed out into space and eventually condensed as the moon. The voice heard in the video belongs to mathematics teacher Jake Scott. Most of the performers are his students. (20) Watching videos is not part of their daily routine but it is one of the essential course materials in Scott's classes at Montgomery Blair High School in a Washington suburb.

Section B

Passage One


This is a brief introduction to the sculptor Henry Moore, in particular the ideas his work is based on, and also how he viewed the medium of sculpture. (16) Moore said that to appreciate a sculpture a person needs to respond to its form in all of its 3 dimensions.
 He believed that this is more difficult than responding to art that is done on a flat surface, a surface such as canvas that has only 2 dimensions. For example, when you're looking at a painting you don't have to walk around it. You don't relate to its form and shape in the same way you do when looking a sculpture. (17) Moore paid great attention to shapes in nature such as that of bones and shells and stones.
 He thought that if you could appreciate the shape of something simple, like a stone, then you could go on to appreciate more complex forms. He noticed that many of the stones he picked up had holes in them. (18) One distinctive feature of Moore's sculpture is his use of holes or opening to emphasize that he is indeed working in a 3 dimensional medium.
 He believed that the shape of a hole itself could have much meaning as that of solid mass, and could even help create a sense of mass or volume. Moore was also interested in representing the human figure, which he sculpted in such materials as bronze, stone, and wood. His sculptures of humans contained one person as in the work Reclining Figure
 or several people as in the sculpture Family Group
 .

But I want to take you back to a time when newspapers first started to be printed in the United States, well, back then they were still British colonies. Organizations like the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund expect the international economy to perform better this year than in 2013. They also expect economic conditions to improve the next year.

Yet one United Nations agency worries that (5) economic progress is not creating enough jobs for the millions of people seeking employment.
 The U.N.'s International Labor Organization (ILO) is saying current economic growth has not helped the world's unemployed.

The ILO released a report on employment this week. Guy Ryder of Britain is the Director General of the agency. He says the unemployment numbers for 2013 represent an increase from the year before. That means new jobs created by economy growth are not keeping up with the number of people entering the job market. “The bottom line figure for 2013 is that there are nearly 202 million people around the world unemployed, and that represents an increase of nearly five million on the previous year,” said Ryder. The ILO says (6) much of the increase came from East and South Asia—they were responsible for nearly half of the additional job seekers, and many others came from sub-Saharan Africa and Europe.


One question is whether the current period of economic growth is leading to job creation. The ILO says, based on current information, the world will have 18 million more jobless individuals by 2018, many of these are young people between the ages of 15 and 24. Guy Ryder says youth unemployment is a major concern. “(7) Young people are the particular victims of unemployment
 : 74.5 million of the unemployed, aged between 15 and 24, that is one million more than the year before,” said Ryder. The ILO says youth unemployment worldwide is over 13 percent.

The United States is one of the world's leading agricultural powers, but few Americans are farmers. One recent study showed just two percent of the population with the job in agriculture. Yet, small farms seem to be appearing in many areas to meet a growing demand for locally produced food. The people operating these farms often have little or no experience in farming.

Mark Mills once worked as a pastry chef. He decided to leave his secure job and turn to farming. (8) He says his decision was based on two things—a strong interest in agriculture and his ignorance about what it takes to be a farmer.


In recent years, many Americans have developed a taste for fresh locally grown foods and vegetables. The number of farmers' markets has increased over 50 percent in the past ten years.

Federal, state and local governments believe now is the time to create jobs and new businesses. Mark Mills was one of four people accepted in the New Farmer Pilot Project in Montgomery County, Maryland. (9) The project provides the new farmers with specialized business training, like marketing and business planning.
 It links the new farmers with an experienced one. For Mark Mills, that person is Woody Woodroof. He works at the Red Wiggler Farm in Maryland. “The big thing to work with him on now is season extension, helping him to do the things that will allow him to harvest crops deeper into the fall and early winter,” Woodroof said.

Mr. Mills' first year in farming was successful. The hardest part was not growing the crops, he said. (10) The problem has been selling them.
 Mr. Mills says. His farm probably lost more money than it earned. Luckily, his wife has a non-farm job, and can provide financial support, at least for now. Experts say many new farmers need to support themselves with another source of income.

 The change is from small farms to large industrial operations. This has already happened in the United States. But not everyone is happy with the change. As a result, there is also a growing demand for products growing locally on small farms.

James Lame stopped raising hogs in a small building and built two industrial-scale hog barns. Each of them holds 1,500 hogs. Nearly all pigs are raised this way in the United States now. (2) They had better consistency, better pork quality, and better genetics.


The government says the efficiency of large-scale production in a controlled environment has helped reduce the price of a pork chop by nearly 20 percent since 1998. These efficient and intensive production methods are being used around the world and many experts say that it is a good thing as the demand for meat grows. But livestock expert Carolyn Opio points out that the land, water and feed required to produce it are limited. If we are to produce within the constraints that we are facing today, efficiency is key. But the results of the efficiency are not always necessarily good. (3) The waste from thousands of confined animals can pollute waterways, and produce greenhouse gases.
 And some health experts are concerned about the antibiotics and other chemicals being put in the animal's feed. Others criticize the conditions in which the animals are kept.

Let's turn our focus now to advertising. We all know what an advertisement is. It's essentially a message that announces something for sale. Now (5) there is an important precondition that must exist before you have advertising, and that's a large supply of consumer goods, that is, things to sell.
 You see in a place where the demand for a product is greater than the supply, there is no need to advertise.

(6) Now the earliest forms of advertising going back many hundreds of years with a simple sign over shop doors that told you whether the shop was a bakery, a butcher shop or what have you. Then with the advent of printing press, advertising increased substantially.

Collecting eggs is a daily pleasure for the Hurst family. (8) “We have been wanting to try having backyard chickens for a couple of years. But we really just didn't have the time to build our own coop and look out where to buy chickens.

Tyler Phillips designs and makes the coops, buildings where birds are kept. He says he wants to do as little damage as possible to the environment. I want the chickens to be comfortable and they have access to grass while being inside the coop. I want it to be easily movable, light weight,”
 he said.

By 14 months, the baby might smile less and use language less. (2) However, Professor Landa says these signs can be so small that they might be missed during a short health exam.


“It's important for parents to notice their children's development, and if a parent is concerned about a child's development, turn to the professionals. The earlier parents notice delays, the sooner they can begin doing simple things that may help improve their child's development. (3) For example: talking to the child about what they are doing, commenting when the child shows them something, and playing simple games to keep the child's attention.” she says.

Not every service or product meets your satisfaction. When you are dissatisfied, you should voice your dissatisfaction. One reason for doing so is to help the vendor know there is a problem. The problem may have been created at a lower level in the vendor's company, and the vendor himself may know nothing about it at all. You help him when you bring weaknesses or failures to his attention.

(5) A second reason for writing a letter of complaint to a vendor is to seek compensation.
 You may not wish to pursue the matter so far as to take legal action, but you may wish to give the vendor the opportunity of making good. (6) Most vendors value their business and reputation, and they may actively replace defective goods or refund money when necessary.
 This is the preferred way of making a vendor answer your complaint. No vendor likes to do so, but your carefully worded letter of complaint may motivate him to do so.

When you write a letter of complaint, you'd better keep these tips in mind: Firstly, be polite, though firm. You will not win a vendor's cooperation by anger. Secondly, be reasonable. Teachers say the digital age has had a good influence—and a not-so-good influence—on this generation of American teenagers. More than 2,000 middle and high school teachers took an online survey. Researchers also spoke with teachers in focus groups. (1) Three-quarters of the teachers said the Internet and digital search tools have had a positive effect on their students' research habits and skills.
 But 87 percent agreed that these technologies are creating an “easily distracted generation with short attention spans.” And 64 percent said the technologies “do more to distract students than to help them academically.” Many students think “doing research” now means just doing a quick search on Google.

Judy Buchanan is deputy director of the National Writing Project and a co-author of the report. She says, “Teachers really like these tools because they are ways to make some of learning exciting and engaging. (2) Young people love these tools, which can help them become creators of content, and not just sort of consumers.”


(3) But one problem the survey found is that many students are lacking in digital literacy.
 In other words, they trust too much of the information they find on the Internet. Judy Buchanan says these students have not developed the skills they need to judge the quality of online information. Another problem is blamed on something that might not seem like a problem at all: being able to quickly find information online. (4) Teachers say the result is a reduction of the desire and ability of their students to work hard to find answers.
 They say students are overly dependent on search engines and do not make enough use of printed books or research librarians.

Many teachers are also concerned that the Internet makes it easy for students to copy work done by others instead of using their own abilities.

(5) When Alex Godson started his first unpaid internship in Brussels, Belgium, home of the EU's many political institutions, he believed a full-time position was within his grasp. But it took him another three years of low-paid traineeships until he got his master's degree from Manchester University. He was then offered a permanent job at the European Movement International, a lobby group.


His experience is not unique, as nearly a quarter of all under-25s, more than 19 million people, in the EU are jobless, according to the latest statistics. In Spain and Greece, which have been hardest hit by the recession, youth unemployment now exceeds 50 percent. In Sweden, under-25s account for 38 percent of those in unemployment, and they are taking to the streets in protest.

With fears of a “lost generation” rising, EU leaders met to discuss the details of an action plan to tackle youth unemployment. They agreed to spend 6 billion euros on creating jobs and traineeships, The Guardian
 reported.

But economists have warned that throwing money at the problem will not necessarily accelerate its resolution. (6) Instead, they stress that the key is economic growth.
 “It's not possible to create jobs in a recessionary environment—you need growth to pick up,” Carsten Brzeski, from the international banking company ING, told Reuters.

(7) Europe's young people, however, are not willing to wait for a miracle to happen; they are finding other ways of dealing with their grim circumstances. Many children first learn the value of money by receiving an allowance. The purpose is to let children learn from experience at an age when financial mistakes are not very costly.

The amount of money that parents give to their children to spend differs from family to family. Timing is another consideration. Some children get a weekly allowance. Others get a monthly allowance.

(8) In any case, parents should make it clear what the child is expected to pay for with the money.
 At first, young children may spend all of their allowance soon after they receive it. If they do this, they will learn the hard way that spending must be done within a budget. Parents are usually advised not to offer more money until the next allowance.

Now, you've been reading articles about the tremendous damage done to life and property by earthquakes. That's why seismologists have been working so hard to develop methods of earthquake prediction. (1) We can now predict earthquake fairly well, but the predictions only locate potential areas of danger. They don't predict the specific time and location at which an earthquake is likely to occur.
 Today I want to introduce you to three prediction models that have been developed.

(2) The first prediction model looks along earthquake faults, those cracks in the Earth's crust, to find what are known as seismic gaps.
 Seismic gaps are places where the fault has shown little or no seismic activity for a long time. This theory postulates that such places are due for a major shock.

The second model relies on phenomena—like ground tilt. (3) Using long cylindrical tubes containing water, observers noted that ground tilt tended to occur before major earthquakes. That led them to correctly predict the big Haicheng (HI CHUNG) quake of 1975—the first successful earthquake prediction scientists have ever made.
 A million people were evacuated from that Chinese city before the earthquake struck. Unfortunately, this method hasn't worked consistently, so we can't say it's been perfected.

The third model is based on the theory that major earthquakes closely follow a series of minor ones. Starting with the measurements and timing of the smaller quakes, a complex formula calculates the “times of increased probability” of a much larger quake. Right now, this method, like the first method, cannot predict specific time and places, but that may change as it is further developed.

Patients with HIV often develop shortages of vitamins in the body. Researchers examined whether giving these patients a multivitamin with a mineral supplement helps to improve the body's natural defenses in fighting disease.

For 30 years, AIDS has been a major health problem in some African countries south of the Sahara Desert. (5) In Botswana, one of every four adults is infected with HIV. Yet the country also has aggressive AIDS prevention campaigns.
 That is why Professor Marianna Baum decided to carry out her research on HIV and vitamins there.

Professor Baum studied almost 900 newly infected adults in Botswana who had not yet been given anti-AIDS drugs that target HIV. The adults were divided into groups. Each group got different combinations of vitamins B, C, E, and the mineral selenium, or a placebo.

Most patients with HIV do not have enough vitamins. (6) Professor Baum says she thought the multivitamins by themselves or the mineral selenium by itself would help strengthen the immune system. She was wrong.


“We were surprised to find that only the combination was effective.”

Studies show that when people with HIV begin taking anti-retroviral drugs shortly after infection, they can stay healthy and are less likely to pass the virus to their sexual partners. But many patients do not have enough money to pay for treatment.

Professor Baum says the vitamin and mineral therapy combination should help people in low-income countries better control the virus.

“A simple multivitamin supplementation with selenium provided early in HIV disease can actually slow the HIV disease progression, and it should be provided very early in HIV infection.”

(7) She says the vitamin therapy should not replace anti-retroviral drugs, but it can help people who cannot get those medicines.

(8) New research suggests that speaking more than one language may delay different kinds of dementia, that is, the loss of mental ability.
 In fact, researchers say, speaking two languages appears to be more important than the level of education in defending against dementias.

A study in India examined the effect of knowing more than one language in delaying the first signs of several disorders, these included Alzheimer's disease. Researchers studied nearly 650 people whose average age was 66.240 of those studied suffered from Alzheimer's, the most common form of mental decline. 391 of the subjects spoke two or more languages. Investigators found the dementias began about four-and-a-half years later in those who were bilingual compared to those who spoke only one language. The level of education had no effect on the age at the first sign of dementia.

Thomas Bak helped to organize the study. He is with the Center of Cognitive Aging. (9) He suggests that individuals who speak more than one language train their brains by moving back and forth between different words and expressions.
 And he believes this effort improves what scientists called executive functioning or attention to tasks, this mental ability often weakens in people with dementias.

Mr. Bak says it does not appear important whether you learn a language at a young age or later in life. “So it's not something you sort of say that ‘you missed the boat when you do not do it as a baby’. (10) It is something that is still quite useful and powerful when you do it as an adult,
 ” he said.

Scientists found that speaking more than one language helps delay the first signs of dementias, even in those who could not read.

The killers of a Venezuelan soap opera star and former beauty queen are among seven suspects who have been arrested, Venezuela's interior minister said. The shooting deaths of actress Monica Spear and her ex-husband, Thomas Henry Berry, have stimulated the public to turn up the pressure on the government to act on Venezuela's high crime rates. (1) The victims' 5-year-old daughter witnessed the roadside shooting and suffered a gunshot wound herself but survived.
 No one has been charged, but officials say there is evidence linking the group of suspected gang members to the double murder.

Many economists say U. S. growth will accelerate a bit soon, which will likely make it easier for other nations to sell their products in the world's biggest economy. (5) Surging energy production is cutting costs and spurring U. S. economic growth, but rising interest rates are acting as brakes on expansion.
 Some shops are busier, because the United States and other wealthy nations are shaking off the recession and making more economic contribution.

Key sectors of the U. S. economy, like housing, are strongly influenced by interest rates. Lower rates make it easier for families to borrow the money to buy homes and businesses to get the equipment they need to expand. (6) With that in mind, the U.S. central bank has been endeavoring to stimulate the economy by cutting interest rates. Part of that effort involves buying tens of billions of dollars of securities each month, a program that is being reduced or “tapered.”
 If the stimulus continues for too long, it might spark inflation, which could hurt the economy.

A surge in U.S. energy production will help overcome the impact of rising interest rates. Oil industry experts say growing use of hydraulic fracturing or “fracking” has sharply increased U. S. production of oil and natural gas. The wider use of fracking is boosting U.S. oil production, cutting the cost of crude oil imports, and leaving people with more money to consume. (7) Critics say burning more fossil fuels may increase climate change and voice concerns about the impact of fracking on the environment and public health.


Industry spokesmen say the practice is safe, but opponents say some gas wells that use fracking technology have polluted nearby water wells, and they urge more scientific study.

(8) By the middle of the 1930s, America seemed to be moving out of the worst depression in its history.
 Most people supported the “New Deal” policies of President Franklin Delano Roosevelt. The dark view that many Americans held during the final days of President Herbert Hoover's administration seemed to be changing.

The change could be seen in the way that Americans were moving away from extreme political movements of both the Right and the Left. Many decided that the best solution was to work through the existing political system. Most importantly, Roosevelt's continued experiments with different programs showed Americans that they did not have to blindly follow political or economic traditions. For years, most Americans had accepted the basic ideas of traditional free market capitalism. But as the depression began, a small number of Americans became interested in the economic ideas of Karl Marx. Roosevelt believed it was best to travel a path between these two opposite ideas. He basically supported the free market system. But he believed government also had a right and responsibility to act when needed. And he supported new government controls in such important areas as banking, transportation, agriculture, and oil production.

Some Americans did not think it was wise, or even possible, to mix traditional free market capitalism with government intervention or socialism. (9) Former Republican Treasury Secretary Ogden Mills put it this way: “We can have a free country or a socialist one. We cannot have both.” Many leftists and socialists held the same views.
 (10) However, Roosevelt and his New Dealers happily rejected these arguments. They aimed the country between rightist and leftist extremes and created a whole new set of rules for government, the economy, and democracy.

 It was said that farmers worked hard on their own land to produce whatever their families needed. They might sometimes trade with neighbors; but in general they could get along just fine by relying on themselves, not on commercial ties with others.

The Old Canada Road is a long-lost trail between the Canadian province of Quebec and Maine, in the northeast corner of the United States. Yes, it really was lost, (5) and finding it again was a complex process that involved state-of-the-art technology.


How the location of the road was pinpointed was very interesting, and I'll return to it as soon as I've given you a little background information. The road was begun in 1817, a few years before Maine even became a state. (6) At the time, Quebec was a major market for livestock, crops, and fish, so a road to Quebec was seen by officials in Maine as necessary for trade.


For about 20 years, (7) the movement of people and goods was mostly from Maine to Quebec, but then the trend reversed as thousands of Canadians immigrated to Maine to escape poor crops, lack of jobs, and the threat of disease.
 I think it was a cholera epidemic. Besides these negative reasons, major building projects in Maine also made the state very attractive for the Canadians who needed work. I should stress, though, that immigration during that period went in both directions. In fact, the flow of people and goods went completely unhindered.

There wasn't even a border post until around 1850. The people of the time saw Maine and Quebec as a single region, mainly because of the strong French influence, which is still evident in Maine today. Eventually, the road fell into disuse as a major railway was completed; finally, people simply forgot about it and that's how it came to be lost. This brings me back to the original topic.

Passage Three


Many people believe that teaching children music makes them smarter—better able to learn new things. An estimated 80 percent of American adults think music classes improve children's ability to learn or their performance in school.

Samuel Mehr is a graduate student at Harvard's School of Education. He says it is wrong to think that learning to play a musical instrument improves a child's intellectual development. He says the evidence comes from studies that measured the mental ability of two groups of four-year-olds and their parents. One group attended music class. The other went to a class that places importance on the visual arts—arts that can be seen. (8) “We found little evidence for any advantage on any of these tests for the kids who were participating in music classes.”


Samuel Mehr says researchers have carried out many studies in an effort to learn whether musical training can make children smarter. He says the results have been mixed and only one study seemed to show a small percentage increase in IQ among students after one year of music lessons.

(9) He does not believe that IQ test is a good measure of a child's intelligence.
 He says researchers in his study compared how well children in the music training group did on mental processing tasks, or projects. Then the results were compared to those of children who did not take lessons.

There was no evidence that the musical training group did much better on the mental tasks than the other group. The researchers confirmed their results with a larger group of children and their parents.

Test One

The men and women of Anglo-Saxon England normally bore one name only. Heritable names gradually became 　1　
 in the three centuries following the Norman Conquest in 1,066. It was not until the 13th and 14th centuries that surnames became fixed, although for many years after that, the degree of stability in family names 　2　
 in different parts of the country.

British surnames fall mainly into four broad 　3　
 : patronymic, occupational, descriptive and local. A few names, it is true, will remain puzzling: foreign names, perhaps, crudely translated, adapted or abbreviated; or 　4　
 names.

Hundreds of occupational surnames are at once familiar to us, or at least 　6　
 after a little thought: Archer, Carter, Fisher, to name but a few. Hundreds of others are more 　7　
 in their meanings and testify to the amazing specialization in medieval arts, crafts and functions. Such is “Day” (Old English for breadmaker).

All these vocational names 　8　
 them a certain gravity and dignity, which descriptive names often lack. Some, it is true, like “Long”, “Short” or “Little”, are simple. They may be taken quite 　9　
 . Others require more thinking: their meanings are slightly different from the modern ones. “Black” and “White” implied dark and fair 　10　
 . Place-names have a lasting interest since there is hardly a town or village in all England that has not at some time given its name to a family. They may be picturesque, even poetical; or they may be pedestrian, even trivial.

Test Two

Last week when we talked about landslides, we looked at what causes these huge masses of earth to move down the natural incline such as a mountainside or slope with such destructive force. Now when these landslides occur in 　1　
 areas, what can humans do to avoid or minimize damage? 　2　
 there are three things that can be done.

The first thing is to simply avoid construction in the areas where landslides 　3　
 happen. Typically when a side on the slope is chosen for new construction, it is important that a 　4　
 survey of the area be conducted. The survey 　5　
 unsafe conditions such as too little vegetation or soil that would absorb water too easily, conditions that might lead to a landslide, say, during periods of heavy rains.

The second thing is to build in a way that doesn't make stable slopes unstable. For example, natural vegetation, like grass, is needed to keep soil 　6　
 in place. This vegetation should not be entirely removed since without the grass the soil would 　7　
 and this could result in a landslide.

The third thing is to design good water 　8　
 to ensure that the water naturally 　9　
 the slope and doesn't build up in the soil. This kind of water buildup on the slope is one of the most 　10　
 causes of landslides. Water buildup can easily result during long periods of heavy rain and sometimes the cause is part of the construction itself such as a stonewall that blocks the water from draining off the slope.

Most of us can't imagine what would make an adult abuse a child. The worse the behavior is, the more 　1　
 it seems. Yet sadly, child abuse is much more common than you might think.

Child abuse happens in many different ways, but the result is the same-serious physical or 　2　
 harm. The most common type of child abuse you know is beating with the hands or with an 　3　
 usually a cane in some places. Nearly a third of the abused children we see are in the age group between six and ten, and about sixty-five percent of them are boys. Millions of sports lovers are thinking about just one thing right now—the Winter Olympics in Sochi, Russia. Close to 2,900 men and women are set to compete in the 2014 Winter Games. The 　1　
 were held on Friday night.

At least $50 billion are being spent on the 2014 Winter Games, making it the 　2

Last year, the University of Liberia accepted about 7, 000 new students after they took a similar exam. But that test was judged differently. Mr. Dorbor-Jallah says the university 　6　
 his help because it had problems in the past with entrance exams. The country's Minister of Education says she does not think that all 25,000 high school students failed the test. Some of the students have held 　7　
 at the university. They say they were cheated of the more than 20 dollars required to register for the test.

It appeared that the university would have no first year students until Liberian President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf met with university officials. The officials then said they would lower admission test 　8　
 and accept at least 1,600 people.

President Sirleaf said the school could not be expected to 　9　
 it's admission policies so soon after the end of Liberia's second civil war. The fighting ended 10 years ago. She 　10　
 conditions caused by the fighting for what she has called “the mess” in the country's educational system.

 : patronymic, occupational, descriptive and local. A few names, it is true, will remain puzzling: foreign names, perhaps, crudely translated, adapted or abbreviated; or (4) artificial

 names. In fact, over fifty percent of genuine British surnames (5) derive from

 place names of different kinds, and they belong to the last of our four main categories.

Hundreds of occupational surnames are at once familiar to us, or at least (6) recognizable

 after a little thought: Archer, Carter, Fisher, to name but a few. Hundreds of others are more (7) obscure

 in their meanings and testify to the amazing specialization in medieval arts, crafts and functions. Such is “Day” (Old English for breadmaker).

All these vocational names (8) carry with

 them a certain gravity and dignity, which descriptive names often lack. Some, it is true, like “Long”, “Short” or “Little”, are simple. They may be taken quite (9) literally

 . Others require more thinking: their meanings are slightly different from the modern ones. “Black” and “White” implied dark and fair (10) respectively

 . Placenames have a lasting interest since there is hardly a town or village in all England that has not at some time given its name to a family. They may be picturesque, even poetical; or they may be pedestrian, even trivial.

Test Two

Last week when we talked about landslides, we looked at what causes these huge masses of earth to move down the natural incline such as a mountainside or slope with such destructive force. Now when these landslides occur in (1) populated

 areas, what can humans do to avoid or minimize damage? (2) Basically

 there are three things that can be done.

The first thing is to simply avoid construction in the areas where landslides (3) are likely to

 happen. Typically when a side on the slope is chosen for new construction, it is important that a (4) geological

 survey of the area be conducted. The survey (5) reveals

 unsafe conditions such as too little vegetation or soil that would absorb water too easily, conditions that might lead to a landslide, say, during periods of heavy rains.

The second thing is to build in a way that doesn't make stable slopes unstable. For example, natural vegetation, like grass, is needed to keep soil (6) firmly

 in place. This vegetation should not be entirely removed since without the grass the soil would (7) loosen up

 and this could result in a landslide.

The third thing is to design good water (8) drainage

 to ensure that the water naturally (9) runs down

 the slope and doesn't build up in the soil. This kind of water buildup on the slope is one of the most (10) frequent

 causes of landslides. Water buildup can easily result during long periods of heavy rain and sometimes the cause is part of the construction itself such as a stonewall that blocks the water from draining off the slope.

Test Three

Most of us can't imagine what would make an adult abuse a child. The worse the behavior is, the more (1) unimaginable

 it seems. Yet sadly, child abuse is much more common than you might think.

Child abuse happens in many different ways, but the result is the same serious physical or (2) emotional

 harm. The most common type of child abuse you know is beating with the hands or with an (3) instrument

 usually a cane in some places. Nearly a third of the abused children we see are in the age group between six and ten, and about sixty-five percent of them are boys. This is the age group when children are first to expect to study hard and parents have great expectations of their progress in school. Boys of course attract more abuse such as beating because (4) once again

 parental expectations are high, and boys tend to be more energetic and difficult to control than girls. Most experts (5) seem to

 agree that the child abuse is caused by a (6) combination

 of social and psychological factors. Families who beat their children are not particularly different from other people. The only difference that (7) exists

 between them is that they lack skills in establishing good relationships with their children. These families, (8) generally

 speaking, have other problems such as marriage problems or financial problems. Some parents are hurting their children because they strongly (9) believe in

 the use of traditional discipline methods. But many of them have emotional problems. They are often the victims of violence themselves. Sometimes they even bear an (10) unreasonable

 hatred for a child because they believe that the child has brought the family bad luck.

To Americans, the goal of parents is to help children stand on their own two feet. From (1) infancy

 , each child may get his or her own room. As children grow, they gain more (2) freedom

 to make their own choices. Teenagers choose their own forms of (3) entertainment

 , as well as the friends to share them with. When they reach young adulthood, they choose their own careers and marriage partners.

The relationship between parents and children in America is very informal. American parents try to treat their children as individuals—not as (4) extensions

 of themselves.

These days we take for granted the wide variety of music available on the radio. But, this wasn't always the case. In the early days of radio, stations (1) were capable of

 broadcasting only a narrow range of sounds, which was all right for the human voice but music didn't sound very good. There was also a great deal of (2) crackling

 the quality of the sound. A man named Edwin Armstrong, who was a music lover, set out to change this. He invented FM radio, a technology that allowed stations to send a broad range of (4) frequencies

 that greatly improved the quality of the music.

Millions of sports lovers are thinking about just one thing right now—the Winter Olympics in Sochi, Russia. Close to 2,900 men and women are set to compete in the 2014 Winter Games. The (1) opening ceremonies

 were held on Friday night. The games continue through Sunday, February 23.

At least $50 billion are being spent on the 2014 Winter Games, making it the (2) costliest

 Olympics in history. Seven billion dollars was spent on the 2010 Winter Games in Vancouver, Canada. Olympic officials chose Sochi to host the 2014 games almost seven years ago.

At the time, Russian President Vladimir Putin said the games would cost about $13 billion. Yet the real cost is four times his (3) estimates

 . So where did all the money go? Many Russians say people (4) involved in

 the project have taken some of it. One research group found that 38 percent of Russians it spoke with said the Olympics increased the likelihood of (5) corruption

 .

Other observers say the high cost is partly the result of (6) security

 measures. Brian Jenkins is a (7) terrorism

 expert from the RAND Corporation. “There are anywhere between 70,000 and 100,000 policemen and military troops deployed around the city. (8) In addition

 , we hear reports that Russian authorities are going door to door in Sochi looking for (9) suspects

The main threat comes from separatist and Islamist groups from the North Caucasus. One group (10) claimed responsibility for

 two suicide bombings in Volgograd last December. The attacks killed more than 30 people. The city is only about 600 kilometers away from Sochi.

Entrance examinations have been causing problems and (1) confusion

 at the University of Liberia in Monrovia. The exams help to decide whom the University will accept as a student. The problems begin after an education specialist James Dorbor-Jallah (2) was named to

 direct and administer the testing.

Recently, about 25,000 high school students took the test but failed. Mr. Dorbor-Jallah says, he and his team want to show that a (3) fair

 , honest examination can help. He says some Liberian think they cannot enter the university unless they make a financial gift (4) in return

 . He said the university has been trying to decide how to oversee the process, so people's abilities would be measured (5) on the basis of

 their performances on the examination.

Last year, the University of Liberia accepted about 7, 000 new students after they took a similar exam. But that test was judged differently. Mr. Dorbor-Jallah says the university (6) sought

 his help because it had problems in the past with entrance exams. The country's Minister of Education says she does not think that all 25,000 high school students failed the test. Some of the students have held (7) protests

 at the university. They say they were cheated of the more than 20 dollars required to register for the test.

It appeared that the university would have no first year students until Liberian President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf met with university officials. The officials then said they would lower admission test (8) requirements

 and accept at least 1,600 people.

President Sirleaf said the school could not be expected to (9) reform

 it's admission policies so soon after the end of Liberia's second civil war. The fighting ended 10 years ago. She (10) blamed

 conditions caused by the fighting for what she has called “the mess” in the country's educational system.
