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内容提要

本书为2014年课标全国卷的高考英语新题型系列之一，针对《考试说明》最新样题编写。本书共分为四章，第一章为语法填空简介，第二章为考点突破，从十三个方面对必考点进行精准透析，第三章和第四章分别为对话式和语篇式实战演练，均从基础篇、能力篇再到培优篇，分层去培养学生的语篇语法能力。本书供高中教师和学生专项训练使用。



前言

Preface

随着2014年全国新一轮英语改革拉开序幕，课标全国卷的一个主要的变化就是语法测试形式的改变：将过去的以句子为核心的语法单项选择变成以语篇为核心的语法填空。这一变化体现了新课改由语法知识到语法技能的语法教学观念的转变以及当今高考英语改革的趋势：突出语篇，强调在语篇中测试学生的英语语言的知识和技能。

虽然在高考英语测试中，语法测试的整体分值没有变化，但是客观题型到主观题型的转变对学生的英语基本知识和能力的要求变得越来越高。其考查形式变成了一篇主观的语篇填空（即语法填空），每一个空1.5分，10个空，共计15分。其测试内容（动词的时态、语态、语气，情态动词，非谓语的不定式、动名词、分词，形容词或副词，名词性从句，形容词性从句，副词性从句以及冠词，介词，代词，词形转换等）没有太大变化，但是由于教育部考试中心通知得比较晚以及高三备考时间紧，特别是由客观的选择变成主观的填空，直接给参加2014届的高考的学生带来很大的挑战。因此，我们邀请了参加过高考英语命题的专家、阅卷组教师以及名校学科骨干教师，在详细研究2014年课标全国卷的样题基础上编写本书，希望给广大师生带来些许帮助。

第一章　语法填空简介

第一节　命题规律

高考英语完形填空是一种综合英语语言能力的测评方式，因为在完成语篇英语完形测试文章时，考生必须读懂文章的内容，同时猜测缺失部分的单词的意义，这样在重新构建语篇的过程中，考生必须运用英语语言知识、语篇分析、学习策略等各方面的能力来完成这一任务。显然，完形填空考查的重点是考生分析、综合、信息转换等超出语言知识以外的语言应用能力。

英语完形填空的形式很多，比较常见的有固定比率删词填空、可变比率删词填空、选择式完形填空。


（1）固定比率删词填空


这种方法又称为第n个词删词填空。n一般取系数5到10。如果系数取5，就是将第5，10，15，20一字删去。系数越小题目越难。如果n大于10，难度极小，测试的意义不大。在实际测试中，每隔5，6，7个字删去一词的做法是目前完形填空中比较流行的一种做法。


（2）变化比率删词填空


这种方法又称为合理删词填空，是指根据考试目的，在需要的地方删词。删词的位置不固定，既可测试语言知识，也可测试学生的阅读能力，这类完形填空的质量在很大程度上取决于空格的选择。完形填空测试的是学生在语篇层面上的语言加工能力，因此在空格选择上必须注意这一点。高质量的完形填空在设计空格时就应该选择受长段上下文制约的词，这样才能测出学生的阅读理解能力和总体语言水平。否则，完形测试只能是形式上像完形填空，实际上是单句填空。


（3）选择式完形填空


这种方法是多项选择题和合理删词完形填空题相结合的一种方法。

在目前我国的高考英语测试中，用得较多的有集库式完形填空（即选词填空）和分题选择式填空（即选择式完形填空），该类题型是在1953年被泰勒发明的。这种考试题型旨在对学生考试阅读能力的考查，而完形填空的文章一般具有结构较为严谨、内容较为生动的特点。在高考英语的考试之中，完形填空的文章形式通常是记叙文或者带有议论部分的记叙文。至于故事的内容往往是讲述一个故事，通过故事反映出一个教人做事的道理。一般来说，完形填空文章的难度略低于阅读理解题型中文章的难度，该题型在高考英语试卷中占有20分左右的分值，文章中大约有300词左右。该类题目集中相似单词的辨析、单词的用法以及固定搭配、英语语法以及对文章主旨整体的把握、联系文章上下文对所填内容进行推测等方面的考查，因此，其难度相对较大，考生在此失分也相对较多。

高考英语考试中语法填空是根据变化比率删词填空改编而来的新题型，这种主观型语法填空，在语篇的情况下测试学生的英语语法知识点（动词的时态、动词的语态、情态动词、非谓语的不定式、非谓语的动名词、非谓语的分词、形容词或副词、名词从句、形容词性从句、副词性从句以及冠词、介词、代词等）。该类题目主要考查学生对英语基础英语语法点的综合应用能力。

语法填空编写有如下特点：


	文章的首尾一、二句一般不留空格，至少应该保证第一句的完整，以帮助学生进入文章内容，了解作者的写作风格，便于后面的填空。

	文章中的人名、地名等专有名词，以及日期、数字等不能作为空格。因为这类信息如果只在文章中出现一次，学生无法根据语言线索或其他线索填出这些空格。

	语法填空不应以学生常犯的语法错误作为干扰项。因为语法填空主要测试学生的语篇应用能力，而将语法中的“偏”、“难”、“怪”等编成干扰项与文章理解没有直接关系，偏离了测试目标。



根据笔者自身的实际经验，结合语法填空的题目特点，提出以下解题思路。


	在对题目进行作答之前，要先对题干进行详细阅读，检查题目中是否有提示词语存在，而后判断出所填词语在句子中所充当的句子成分，例如，主语、谓语等，最后根据其所充当的句子成分，加之其所处句子的语态等，选择词语的正确形式。例如，动词的现在分词或者过去分词，或者形容词的比较级或者最高级的使用等。

	在句子中没有提示词或者标志词存在时，则要根据句子中所填词语的位置，判断所填词语的词性，例如，连接词、定冠词或者不定冠词、代词或者介词等。定冠词以及不定冠词的位置通常在名词之前，起到对名词进行限制的作用。而代词分成形容词性代词以及名词性代词、指示代词或者不定代词等。在运用介词的时候，往往考查固定搭配，其中包括动词、形容词等与介词的搭配。



语法填空的题目虽然难度相对较大，考查范围相对较广，考生失分现象较为严重，但是只要考生能够清楚地了解这类题目语法的命题特点和命题规律，掌握答题的技巧，在备考的过程中有针对性地多加练习，熟练语法的运用，及时对经验进行总结，加强在语篇情境下应用能力，在考试中就能提高对语法填空的准确率，取得较为理想的成绩。

第二节　大纲解析

根据2014课标全国卷《考试大纲》的样题，结合语篇分析理论，针对高考的语言考点给学生针对性的学习方法和学习策略。

二、样题解析


1. 样题分析


我们知道，语法填空的考点或考查内容是：

（1）就命题形式而言，纯空格题设8个左右；用括号中所给词的适当形式填空设8个左右。

（2）“纯空格题”
 只考了冠词、介词、代词和连接词以等四类词；有“提示词填空”
 用括号中所给词的适当形式填空考了谓语动词的时态和语态、非谓语动词、形容词或副词的比较等级等。

（3）动词：
 时态重点考查一般过去时和一般现在时，也要留意一般将来时、现在完成时、过去完成时等各种时态。语态只考查了一般过去时的被动语态，一般现在时和一般将来时的被动语态值得重视。非谓语动词重复考的是不定式作状语，过去分词、动词-ing形式。

（4）连接词：
 考查了引导宾语从句的连接词whether、引导定语从句的关系代词who、引导时间状语从句的when以及引导目的状语从句的so that；这些仍是备考的重点；备考中，要训练名词性从句：主语从句、表语从句、宾语从句、同位语从句；状语从句、定语从句的连接词。

（5）冠词、介词、代词
 等：在样题中考查定冠词的最基本的用法，表示特指，这无疑是备考点，但也要关注不定冠词的其他用法，同时注意定冠词的基本用法。


说明：


各类从句的“引导词”，如引导名词性从句的连接代词、连接副词、连词（whether, if, that），引导定语从句的关系代词和关系副词，引导状语从句的从属连词，以及连接并列句的并列连词，都被称为“连接词”。这是因为：


	从功能上讲，都有连接句子与句子的作用；

	从这类试题的解题方法上看，判断的方式也是相同的。




答案特点：



	纯空格题：试题要求中已明文规定“在空格处填入一个适当的词”。

	用括号中所给词的适当形式填空：试题中要求“使用括号中词语的正确形式填空”，这个词的“正确形式”，不可以出现所给词以外的其他词。

	求填的词（即答案）都是一些拼写简单的单词，平均每词约4-6个字母。

	有一小题所填词位于句首，此时第一个字母要注意大写。




特别提醒：


尽管近高考样题中，“用括号中词语的正确形式填空”答案只填一个或两个单词，但是我们在平时的训练中应当不局限于此，要训练填一个、两个或多个单词的情况。非谓语动词中，带to的不定式、现在分词的完成式都可能填两个单词；谓语动词的将来时、进行时和完成时等也都可能填两个单词，而现在完成进行时等就可能填三个单词，被动语态至少都要填两个单词。


2. 解题揭秘：三个解题步骤


（1）通读全文，了解大意。

步骤：概读理解——填空——检查。既然是利用语篇在语境中考语法，那么，我们在解题前，应快速浏览短文，了解全文大意，这一步非常重要。

（2）分析思路。

词法——句法——篇章——惯用法

（3）试填空格，后难先易。

读懂短文之后，要结合短文所提供的特定的语境（也就是上下文），从句子结构的完整性去分析思考空格所缺单词的词性，再根据句子的意义，以及句子之间的逻辑关系来确定具体要填的单词和所给词的正确形式。具体方法，请看以下“解题思路大全”。

（4）重读全文，解决难题。

在解题过程中要先易后难，难题在大部分空格填好后，再经过仔细推敲，难题也就不会再难了。所有空格填好后，把整篇文章从头至尾复读一遍。

（5）通读全文，理解大意；检查搭配，前后连贯；根据篇章，确定语义；分析句子，确定词性；语法填空的答题过程归根到底其实就是寻找依据。每一个语法填空的空格里所需的单词或短语其实都可以在所在的句子中或者上下文中找到它的依据。

第二部分　考点透析

一、概述

动词不定式是动词的一种非谓语形式，在句中不能单独作谓语。动词不定式具有动词的性质，它可以有自己的宾语和状语，从而构成动词不定式短语。它还可以有形式的变化，即一般式、进行式、完成式和完成进行式，主动式和被动式。同时，动词不定式也具有非动词的性质，相当于一个名词、形容词或副词，可以在句中担任主语、宾语、宾语补足语、表语、定语和状语。

二、动词不定式的构成

动词不定式是由不定式符号to+动词原形构成，在某些情况下to也可省略。

1. 不定式的一般式


不定式的一般式表示的动作通常与主要谓语的动作同时或几乎同时发生，或是在它之后发生。

He appears to be very happy. 他看起来好像很高兴。（同时发生）

To catch the train, we'd better hurry to the station by taxi. 为了赶上火车，我们最好赶紧乘出租车去车站。（赶火车发生在到站之后）


2. 不定式的进行式


不定式的进行式表示正在进行的或与谓语动词同时发生的动作。

It happened to be raining when I got there. 我到达那里的时候，天碰巧在下雨。

I'm glad to be traveling with you. 我很高兴和你一起旅游。

有时表示即将发生的动作。

The old man seems to be dying. 那老人家似乎快要死了。


3. 不定式的完成式


（1）不定式的完成式表示的动作在谓语表示的动作之前发生。

I'm sorry to have lost your key. 我很抱歉把你的钥匙弄丢了。

I meant to have finished my work last night, but I didn't feel very well. 我本来想昨晚完成工作的，但是我感觉身体不舒服。

It has been an honor for me to have been invited to your country. 对我来说，被邀请来你们国家是一件很荣幸的事情。

（2）不定式的完成式可以表示未实现的愿望。

下列动词的过去式加不定式完成式，或他们的过去完成时加不定式的一般式，可表示过去未曾实现的愿望、计划等，可译为“本打算，原希望”。

expect, intend, hope, mean, plan, promise, suppose, think, want, wish, would like to

I expected to have met him here last night. 我以为昨天晚上能在这里见到他。（但没做到）


4. 不定式的完成进行式


不定式的完成进行式表示的动作在谓语之前发生并且一直进行着。

He was said to have been living in London for twenty years. 据说他在伦敦一直住了20年。

I'm sorry to have been interrupting you. 很抱歉，我一直打扰你。

比较: 不定式的时态意义。

He is said to be studying abroad.

据说他正在国外读书。（不定式的进行式表示动作正在进行）

He is said to have studied abroad.

据说他在国外学习过。（不定式的完成式表示动作已经结束）


5. 不定式的被动形式


当不定式逻辑上的主语是这个不定式表示的动作的承受者时，不定式一般要用被动形式。不定式的被动形式根据其与谓语动作发生的先后关系，有一般式和完成式两种。

（1）一般式 to be done

These are the books to be given out to the students. 这些是要发给学生的书。

He asked to be sent to the place where he was most needed. 他要求被派往最需要他的地方。

（2）完成式 to have been done

The novel is said to have been translated into many languages. 据说这部小说已被译成多种语言。

He appeared to have been questioned for many times. 看起来他已经被询问过很多次了。


6. 不定式的否定形式


不定式的否定形式由not或never加不定式构成。

Never to have made any mistake is impossible. 从不犯错是不可能的。

注意: 谓语动词的否定和不定式的否定不同的意义。

I did not promise to wake him up. 我没有答应叫醒他。

I promised not to wake him up. 我答应了不叫醒他。

二、构成
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1. 现在分词


（1）现在分词的一般式

现在分词的一般式可用来表示和谓语动词同时发生的动作；或一个动作先发生，另一个动作紧接着发生，或两个动作虽有先后，但说话人并不着重表示他们的先后。

They went out of the classroom, talking and laughing. 他们有说有笑地走出教室。

She listened carefully to her neighbors speaking. 她倾听她邻居的讲话。

（2）现在分词的完成式

现在分词的完成式表示一个已完成的动作，这个动作发生或完成在谓语动词表示的动作之前。

Having lived in this city for three years, she knows it very well. 在这个城市生活了3年，她对这里已很熟悉。

注意：

分词一般式和完成式均可表示完成的动作，但一般式不强调或不侧重时间的先后顺序，看做是两个动作几乎同时发生，而完成时强调两个动作的先后。

Locking the door, he went out. 锁上门，他出去了。

Having studied in the university for three years, he knows the place very well. 在这个大学学习了三年，他对这里已非常熟悉。

（3）现在分词的被动形式

现在分词的被动形式表示它的逻辑主语是现在分词的动作的承受者。

① 一般式的被动形式。一般式的被动语态强调正在进行中的被动动作。

The question being discussed is very important. 正在讨论的问题很重要。

② 完成式的被动形式。完成式的被动语态强调动作先于位于动词。

Having been criticized by the teacher, Li Ming gave up smoking. 李明在被老师批评之后，就戒烟了。

Having been shown the lab, we were taken to see the school library. 在被带去看了实验室之后，我们又被带去参观校图书馆。

过去分词也表示被动，但没有强调动作的先后。

They are problems left over by history. 这些是历史遗留问题。

Seen from the hill, the city looks beautiful. 从山上望下去，城市看起来很美。

（4）现在分词的否定形式

现在分词的否定形式是由not 加现在分词构成。

Not knowing his address, I could do nothing but stay at home and wait. 不知道他的地址，我只好在家里等着。

Not having studied his lessons very hard, he failed the examinations. 因为没有努力学习功课，他考试不及格。

（1）动词的过去分词只有一种形式，绝大部分的过去分词由动词原形加-ed构成，也有一些过去分词是不规则的。

（2）动词的过去分词的否定形式

动词过去分词否定形式是由not或never加过去分词构成。

（3）动词的过去分词的特征

动词的过去分词有被动的意思，有时也可表示完成的动作。

① 动词的过去分词表示完成被动的动作。过去分词带有完成的意义，有的同时也带有被动的意义。

Become “size wise.” True beauty or, “looking good” is about more than size. People who are self assured and want to please you always look beautiful. When they meet you, they break into a perfect smile, their eyes sparkle, and their faces glow with joy, it's not because they got a lottery, it's because they are glad to see you. Those are the ones who are truly beautiful.

Want to be happy? Simple. Maximize pleasure and 　61

This advice is as good as this one: Want to be rich? Simple. Buy 　62

The fact is that people can be happy 　63　
 in pain and unhappy while experiencing pleasure.

 (threaten) illness. As he waited for a liver transplant, he began to ponder such metaphysical questions as the meaning of life and the true nature of happiness. He surveyed more than 6,000 people and asked them 　66　
 they desired in their lives and what would make them happy.

Based 　67　
 this survey, Reiss offers new insights on happiness in his book, The 16 Basic Desires That Motivate Our Happiness and Define Our Personalities.
 He believes that everything we experience as meaningful can be traced to these 16 basic desires.

So, the author has given us something like an “Inventory of Happiness” 　68　
 (compose) of the 16 basic desires with good description so you can compare and identify which ones you desire 　69　
 . These basic desires hold a key to one's happiness. The ones that you strongly desire are the keys to your happiness. Try to satisfy those, provided they match the 　70　
 (value) you uphold in your life. Note, if they don't agree with your true values, satisfying them will not make you happier.

Some kinds of mental skills naturally decrease as people get older. Yet research seems to show that some training can improve such skills. A recently 　61　
 (publish) study also appears to demonstrate that the good effects of training can last for many years 　62　
 that training has ended.

Researchers at Johns Hopkins University in Maryland wanted to learn how long memory and thinking skills would last in older people 　63　
 trained to keep them. 　64　
 people were part of the ten-year research project. They were taught methods meant to improve their 　65　
 , thinking and ability to perform everyday tasks.

More than 2,800 volunteered 　66　
 the study called ACTIVE, most studied when they were more than 70 years old.

The volunteers took one of several short training classes meant to help them keep their mental abilities. One class trained participants in skills 　67

 group trained in reasoning. A third group received help with speed-of-processing — speed of receiving and understanding information. A fourth group — the control group did not get any training.

Earlier results 　69　
 (establish) that the training helped the participants for up to five years. Now, lead study writer George Rebok says, the research showed most of the training remained 　70　
 (effect) a full ten years later.

Test 6

Three passions, simple but overwhelmingly strong, have governed my life: the longing for love, the search for knowledge, and unbearable pity for the suffering of mankind. Test 8

A new report from the United States surgeon general finds that smoking tobacco is even deadlier than had been known. The report says smoking causes birth defects — a leading cause of death among babies. 　61　
 also links smoking to cancer of the liver and colon, diabetes and other diseases.

The report calls for research on whether 　62

 (help) people stop smoking. It also contains new findings.

“Today we know that smoking is a cause of diabetes, rheumatoid arthritis and poor response to treatment of arthritis, erectile dysfunction, and increased risk of tuberculosis, disease and death. We're adding colon, rectal and liver cancer to the long list of cancers 　64　
 (cause) by smoking,” said Lushniak.

Doctor Lushniak also said smoking suppresses the body's natural defenses for fighting disease. He said this increases a smoker's 　65　
 (likely) of getting an infectious disease.

The latest research also shows damage to unborn children. Babies are more likely 　66　
 (born) with cleft palate 　67　
 the mother smokes. The chemicals in tobacco smoke can have lasting effects 　68　
 brain development in a fetus.

The surgeon general would like to see 　69　
 (much) action to keep young people from developing 　70　
 smoking habit. He supports higher prices on cigarettes, more anti-smoking media campaigns and more help for people who want to quit smoking.

One of the best ways to avoid getting sick is washing your hands with soap and water. It 　61　
 (show) effective in removing harmful germs and preventing their spread. Some companies have gone to great lengths to manufacture germ-killing products like antibacterial soaps.

In the United States, a federal agency recently called on the makers of such soaps to prove they are 　62

The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) said the widespread use of antibacterial soaps may be partly 　63　
 (blame) for an increase in rising rates of drug-resistant bacteria, some evidence have suggested the products may even be harmful to your health.

 (require) to prove that antimicrobial soaps lower rates of disease more than other soaps. It would also require the companies to show 　65　
 these cleansers do more good than harm.

FDA officials estimate there are about 2,000 antimicrobial soaps on the market. People may think such products do a better job 　66　
 (protect) them from getting sick, however, some studies suggest long-term use of the products can affect hormone levels and may be linked to cancer.

The Natural Resources Defense Council (NRDC) has taken legal 　67　
 against the FDA for letting companies use the chemicals triclosan and triclocarban in soaps.

Mae Wu is a lawyer with the group. “I think it's 　68　
 great first step.” But soap industry representatives say 　69　
 do not understand the FDA proposal.

In a statement, the Personal Care Products Council says it has already given in-depth data to the government. It says the information shows that antibacterial soaps are more effective in killing germs when 　70　
 (compare) with non-antibacterial soap. It also says the soaps do not add to resistance of antibiotic drugs.

 (high) than the seriousness of the situation, ask yourself: Is this something I will remember in four years, four months, four days? Then downshift your response 　70　
 (according), saving your emotional energy for disasters.

General George Washington and the Continental Army are on the other side of the Delaware River. The Americans are cold and hungry. They have few weapons. Washington knows that 　62

Historian Gordon Wood says that moment was the low point of the war for George Washington.

 Christmas night and crosses the Delaware in dead of winter — cold, ice — and he crosses it and attacks Trenton, 　65　
 you have about one thousand Hessians who are kind of overwhelmed and defeated. It's a small tactical victory but a great 　66　
 (psychology) effect, because it's the first time that Washington's ever actually done something positive, and it really does, I think, change the psychology of the war.”

Another result of the victory at Trenton was 　67　
 more men decided to join the army. 　68　
 now had ten thousand soldiers. This new Continental Army, 　69　
 , lost battles during the summer to General Howe's forces near the Chesapeake Bay. And in August seventeen seventy-seven, General Howe captured Philadelphia.

Following these losses, Washington led the army to the nearby area of Pennsylvania 　70　
 (call) Valley Forge.

Test 17

A new study has found that excessive alcohol drinking costs Americans more than $220 billion a year. That amount is equal to almost $2 a drink. But study organizers believe 　61　
 (big) costs come from a loss of worker productivity.

Robert Brewer works for America's Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, 　62　
 public health agency. He helped to produce a report on the study.

He says the biggest cost is lost productivity. Many people 　63　
 a drinking problem have lower-paying jobs. He says they may also be less productive 　64　
 they are at work.

“In addition to 　65　
 , a number of people die of alcohol-attributable conditions. And many of those folks die in the prime of their life. So there's the personal tragedy there. But there's also a huge economic cost to somebody dying, for example, in an alcohol-related motor vehicle crash at age 35.”

The researchers were mainly concerned about the cost of heavy alcohol use. The study didn't look at the effect on individuals 　66　
 drink a glass of beer or wine with dinner. Mr Brewer says the largest costs come from binge drinking when people drink a lot of alcohol in a short period of time.

The study 　67　
 (base) on the economic costs of heavy drinking in the United States, but Mr Brewer says many nations have problems with 　68　
 the World Health Organization calls “harmful use of alcohol”.

“But I think that 　69　
 is very reasonable to assume that harmful alcohol use is going to result in some of the same consequences in other countries, 　70　
 the costs associated with those consequences are different.”

Test 18

Some colors that people see late at night could cause signs of the condition mental health experts call clinical depression. 　61　
 was the finding of a study that builds on 　62　
 (early) study findings. They show that individuals who live or work in low levels of light overnight can develop clinical depression.

In the new study, American investigators designed an experiment that 　63　
 (expose) hamsters to different colors. The researchers chose hamsters 　64　
 they are nocturnal, which means they sleep during the day and are active at night.

The animals were separated into 4 groups. One group of hamsters was kept in the dark during their nighttime period. Another group was placed in front of a blue light, 　65　
 third group slept in front of a white light, 　66　
 a fourth was put in front of a red light.

After four weeks, the researchers noted how much sugary water the hamsters drank. They found that the more depressed animals drank 　67　
 least amount of water.

Randy Nelson heads the Department of Neuroscience at Ohio State University. He says animals that slept in blue and white light appeared to be the most depressed.

“What we saw is these animals didn't show any sleep disruptions at all 　68　
 they did have mucked up circadian clock genes and they did show depressive phenotypes whereas 　69　
 they were in the dim red light, they did not.”

He says there's a lot of blue in white light, this explains 　70　
 the blue light and white light hamsters appear to be more depressed than the hamsters see red light or darkness.

Test 19

“Your money or your life.” The choice traditionally presented by the highwayman（拦路强盗） is supposed to have only one sensible answer. Money is, 　61　
 all, no use to a corpse. Yet economists often study something rather like the highwayman's offer in an attempt to uncover the answer to an important question: how much is your life actually worth?

Like many awkward（尴尬的） questions, this is one 　62　
 has to be 　63　
 (answer). Safety regulations save lives but also raise the cost of doing business, a cost we all pay through 　64　
 (high) prices. Are they worth it? Our taxes pay for life-saving 　65　
 (spend) on road safety and fire fighting. Are they high enough, or too high?

So how much are we willing to spend to save a life? A traditional planner's approach used to be to measure the value of wages 　66　
 (lose) due to death or injury. That's dreadful: it confuses 　67　
 I think my life is worth with what my boss thinks my life is worth.

So an alternative is to ask people how much they would pay for a safer car or kitchen cleaner. But such surveys do not always produce 　68　
 (sense) results. Our answers depend on 　69　
 we're being offered a safer household cleaner and then asked if we want the more dangerous version, or whether we're offered the brand and then asked if we'll pay for the safer product. People often answer “no” to both questions, 　70　
 (contradict) themselves. These inconsistencies mean that we're either irrational or lying to pollsters, and perhaps both.

Test 20

Anew report says nearly four-billion people have major tooth decay, or cavities. That number represents more than half of the world's population. Health officials 　61　
 (warn) that failure to repair cavities can lead to social and emotional problems.

Wagner Marcenes is with the Institute of Dentistry at Queen Mary, University of London. He led a team of researchers as part of the Global Burden of Disease 2010 study. About 500 researchers attempt 　62　
 (collect) and examine studies about all major diseases. They used the information to estimate rates of the infection.

The report says 　63　
 (treat) tooth decay is the most common of all 651 major diseases and injuries. Professor Marcenes says cavities or holes in permanent teeth are also known as caries.

“Caries is a chronic disease that shares the same risk factors 　64　
 cancer, cardiovascular disease. 　65　
 we're having now is an increase in disease from highly developed countries 　66　
 (happen) in sub-Saharan Africa and probably it will be in 　67　
 areas of Africa, too.”

He says an increase in tooth decay in Africa could be a 　68　
 of developing countries becoming more like Western nations. “It is likely to be related to a change in diet. Our industrialized diet leads to chronic disease, which includes caries. And that may be the main explanation.”

But professor Marcenes says the biggest issue in tooth decay is both social and mental. He says the researchers found strong evidence 　69　
 the mouth has a big influence on socialization. He says many people want to hide bad teeth. They smile less and communicate less.

Wagner Marcenes is calling for 　70　
 “urgent, organized, social response” to the widespread lack of oral health.

Test 21

Are people less happy or more happy the older they get? If you 　61　
 (answer) more happy, then you were right, based on a study in 2008. It found that people generally become happier and experience less worry after age fifty. In fact, it is found that by the age of eighty-five, people are happier with their life than they were at eighteen.

The findings came from a Gallup survey of more than three hundred forty thousand adults in the United States in 2008. At that time, the people were 　62　
 the ages of eighteen and eighty-five.

Arthur Stone led the study. His team found that levels of stress were 　63　
 (high) among adults between the ages of twenty-two and twenty-five. Stress levels dropped sharply after people reached their fifties.

Happiness was highest among the youngest adults and 　64　
 in their early seventies. But 　65　
 people least likely to report feeling negative emotions were those in their seventies and eighties.

The survey also found that men and women have similar emotional patterns 　66　
 they grow older. 　67　
 , women at all ages reported more sadness, stress and worry than men did.

The researchers also considered possible influences like having young children, being unemployed or being single. But they found that influences like these did not affect the levels of happiness and well-being 　68　
 (relate) to age.

So why would happiness increase with age? One theory is that, as people get older, they become more thankful for 　69　
 they have and have better control of their emotions. They also spend less time 　70　
 (think) about bad experiences.

Test 22

People need homes: children assume their parents' place as home; boarders call school “home” on weekdays; married couples work together to buildnew homes; and travelers have no place to call “home”, at least for a few nights.

So how about people who have to travel for 　61　
 (extend) periods of time? Don't they have the right to a home? Of course they do.

Some regular travelers take their own belongings: like bed sheets, pillowcases（枕头套） and family photos to make them feel like home 　62　
 they are; some stay for long periods in the same hotel and as a result become very familiar 　63　
 service and attendants; others may simply put some flowers by the hotel window to make things more homely.

People find ways to keep in touch. Making friends on the way helps travelers feel more or less at home. Backpackers in youth hostels may become very good friends, even closer than siblings.

Nowadays, 　67　
 (few) people are working in their local towns, so how do they develop a sense of belonging? 　68　
 we step out of our local boundaries, there is always another “home” 　69　
 (wait) to be found. Wherever we are, with just a little bit of effort and imagination, we 　70　
 (make) the place we stay “home”.

I was once told by someone that I should end each day by crossing it off my calendar and saying out loud, “There goes 　61

 , to use another cliché（陈词滥调）, life is not a rehearsal — there is no replay button. Moreover there is no erase and record again facility!

Test 24

The New Year, Chinese or otherwise, has now passed. The parties, and any hangovers（宿醉）, are long gone. 　61

 (see) earlier. She led a new study that observed 235 babies between six and 36 months of age.

“At six months of age, the signs of some risk for developing communication and social delays, including autism, include motor delays. 　65　
 does not mean that the baby is going to have autism, but it does mean the baby needs to have some exercises to strengthen their body. And when they strengthen their body, they are better able to play with toys and engage with people, 　66　
 then goes on to help them have better outcomes.”

By the time a baby is one year old, signs of possible autism include difficulty in 　67　
 words and not looking eye-to-eye or reaching out to other people. By 14 months, the baby might smile less and use language less. 　68　
 , Professor Landa says these signs can be so small that they might be missed 　69　
 a short health exam.

The earlier parents notice delays, she says, 　70　
 they can begin doing simple things that may help improve their child's development.

“Working longer will not only be an economic necessity, it also helps people live healthier lives,” he said. Edward Datnow, chairman of the Age Endeavour Fellowship, said: “There should be no ‘normal' retirement age in future.”

“More employers need to consider how they will capitalize on Britain's 　66　
 (trap) grey potential and those 　67　
 (seek) to retire should think very hard about whether it is their best option.”

The study suggests there is a small boost to health immediately after retirement, 　68　
 a significant decline in the longer term.

Retirement is found to increase the chances of suffering from clinical depression by 40%, while you are 60% more likely to suffer from a physical condition.

The effect is the same for men and women, 　69　
 the chances of becoming ill appear to increase with the 　70　
 (long) of time spent in retirement.

Matthew Owens is the Executive Director of the Harlem Biospace. He says there have been real signs of success 　69

 last November.

Researches at Johns Hopkins University's Applied Physics Laboratory in Laurel, Maryland have designed a new human-like robot. Its name is Robo Sally. 　61　
 machine can be controlled from a distance and can be used to do work that is dangerous for human beings.

Mike McLoughlin is the main investigator for the Applied Physics Laboratory's Prosthetics Program.

It was a difficult job. Mr. McLoughlin says the device had to have many small motors to have the ability to do 　62　
 a human hand does. It also needs to have human-like strength. The thumb was especially difficult 　63　
 it permits the hand to hold objects. And 　64　
 had to fit into a space about the size of a human hand.

The next problem, he says, was to figure out how to control the artificial hand. “So we had to figure out how to make the 　65　
 between the brain and this arm.

For search-and-rescue duties, Robo Sally 　66

Mr McLoughlin says this kind of robots could be used in what he calls “dull, dirty or dangerous” situations 　69　
 fine human finger movements are required.

Mr McLoughlin says the technology is not ready for everyday application, 　70　
 he predicts that within five years we will see some wonderful improvements.

The U.S. Supreme Court recently ruled that businesses cannot control the rights to human genes in their natural state. Patients' rights groups are calling the decision a victory. The court, 　61

 those other laboratories were using different methods.”

Miss Park says that means that genetic testing for 　68　
 risk of breast and ovarian cancer cost more because of the lack of competition. And she says the gene patent prevented patients from getting 　69　
 second medical opinion based on some other test.

But the Supreme Court has now rejected this type of patent; all nine justices agreed that 　70　
 genes are products of nature, they can not be owned by one business.

Test 1

When you are first learning or perfecting a skill, whether it be baking, archery, or public speaking, it is easy to get stuck in the cycle of analysis paralysis. You want to learn as 　61　
 as you possibly can before you actually do the task, but you end up 　62　
 (waste) time preparing yourself instead of just trying to do it.

Major League Baseball pitchers don't throw a perfect game every time they play, so why do you expect to be perfect all the time? Jonathan Fields recently wrote an excellent piece on 　63　
 the key to getting better at something is to make more bad stuff.

That is a powerful message. In a world 　64　
 (fill) with perfectionists who don't want to share 　65　
 they've created with anyone unless they think it is perfect: The best way to get better is actually with hands-on practice. And the best way to practice is 　66

 (overlook). If I have learned anything about giving thanks, it is this: give it now! 　63　
 your feeling of appreciation is alive and sincere, act on it. Saying thanks is such an easy way to add to the world's happiness.

Saying thanks not only brightens someone else's world, it brightens yours. If you're feeling left out, unloved or unappreciated, try 　64　
 (reach) out to others. It may be just the medicine you need. Of course, there are times when you can't express gratitude 　65　
 (immediate), in 　66　
 case, don't let embarrassment sink you into silence—speak up the first time you have the chance.


　67　
 a young minister, Mark Brian, was sent to a remote parish of Kwakiutl Indians in British Columbia. The Indians, he 　68　
 (tell), did not have a word for thank you. But Brian soon found that these people had exceptional generosity. Instead of saying thanks, it is their custom to return every favor with a favor of their own, and every kindness with an equal or superior kindness. They do their thanks.

I wonder 　69　
 we had no words in our vocabulary for thank you, would we do a better job of communicating our gratitude? Would we be more responsive, more sensitive, more caring?

Thankfulness sets in motion a chain reaction that transforms people all around us— 　70　
 (include) ourselves. For no one ever misunderstands the melody of a grateful heart. Its message is universal; its lyrics transcend all earthly barriers; its music touches the heavens.

 successfully delivered supplies to the ISS last year with an 　68　
 (man) spacecraft. Space entrepreneur Elon Musk hopes to begin transporting astronauts to the station as 　69　
 (early) as next year — and undercut the Russians 　70　
 doing so.

Students at the University of Johannesburg in South Africa are building solar-powered cars and racing them in competitions. The University is training the students 　61　
 (become) experts in different types of energy.

Their 660-kilogram solar-powered car is traveling 　62

The majority of schools in the U.S. already have Internet access, 　70　
 it can be extremely slow. According to the White House, fewer than 20 percent of teachers say their school's Internet connections are fast enough to be used sufficiently.

No Congressional action is required for ConnectED to go into effect, but the Federal Communications Commission will have to cooperate by leveraging its E-Rate program and provide more discounts to schools on Internet costs.

What about teen deaths due to erratic behavior? Statistics tell us that traffic crashes are the number one killer of young people, 　61　
 (account) for thirty-five percent of deaths in ages 15 to 20. Speeding is 　62

 fatal crashes at more than twice the rate of drivers, twenty-one and over. Note that the practice of using a designated driver has reduced the rate of 　66　
 (drink) driving deaths on American roads by twenty-five percent. Have a non-drinking designated driver this season or, still better, volunteer to be one yourself for people you care about.

Young adults and teenagers also face significant depression. Some episodes of depression 　67　
 (last), on average, nine months, 　68　
 is equal to one whole school year. Some remain depressed most of the time.　Seven to nine percent of students make a suicidal attempt. Only one of two depressed children gets help. The good news is that eighty-five percent of children who get help get better in just a short time. Tell someone about your mood, feelings or thoughts that are bothering you. Get help. Proper treatment of 　69　
 (depress) may once again restore grades, relationships, and 　70　
 all, the joy of life.

That was what Greek philosopher, Heraclitus, said over two thousand years ago. Modern psychology, too, has come to the same conclusion. What you think about an event and about yourself will 　61

 (borrow) an example given by David Burns, the celebrated author of Feeling Good, The New Mood Therapy
 , let's suppose the actual event is divorce. The divorce has just occurred in your life and you begin to believe many of the charges your embittered and unreasonable ex-has leveled against you. You now believe that you are “selfish”, “uncaring”, and “vindictive”.

You may 　66　
 (far) believe that you are being punished by your nemesis for your wrong deeds and 　67　
 you will never be able to have a 　68　
 (satisfy) and loving relationship. The consequences of such beliefs might be guilt, despair or even depression.

By changing your beliefs, you can change the consequences. 　69　
 you do or fail to do depends on these very beliefs. Therefore, 　70　
 is very helpful to learn to change your negative beliefs and thus change your perception and feelings about challenging events.

Test 17

What mysterious force drives us into the arms of one person, while pushing us away from another who might appear equally desirable to any unbiased observer?

Of the many factors 　61　
 (influence) our idea of the perfect mate, one of the most telling, according to John Money, professor emeritus of Medical Psychology and Pediatrics at Johns Hopkins University, is 　62　
 he calls our “love map” — a group of messages encoded in our brains that describes our likes and 　63

 “She's strong and independent” and “I go for redheads” to “I love his sense of humor” and “That crooked smile, that's what did it.”

Robert Winch, a longtime Sociology professor at Northwestern University, stated in his research that our choice of a marriage partner involves a number of social similarities. But he also maintained that we look for someone with 　68　
 (complement) needs. A talker is attracted to someone who likes to listen, or an aggressive personality may seek out a more passive partner.

However, there are instances 　69　
 people of different social backgrounds end up getting married and being extremely happy. I know of one man, a factory worker from a traditional Irish family in Chicago, who fell in love with an African American Baptist. When they got married, their friends and relatives predicted a 　70　
 (quickly) failure. But 61 years later, the marriage is still strong.

 (speak) only one language. The level of education had no effect on the age at the first sign of dementia.

Thomas Bak helped to organize the study, believing this effort improves 　66　
 scientists called executive functioning, 　67　
 attention to tasks. This mental ability often weakens in people with dementias.

Researchers found 　68　
 was no extra gain in speaking more than two languages. They also did not see a delay in the first signs of Lewy bodies dementia, the disorder causes patients to see or experience things that do not really exist. They can also cause sufferers to move back and forth 　69　
 being wide awake and really sleeping.

Mr Bak says it does not appear important 　70　
 you learn a language at a young age or later in life.

Doctors normally use drugs to fight the disease. Ms Reimer says doctors in Papua New Guinea gave the drugs to people of five villages. She says this treatment 　67　
 (near) ended the threat from the worm to humans, but the drugs didn't stop the threat from mosquitoes.

The treated nets block female mosquitoes from 　68　
 (secure) blood, which is necessary for them to reproduce. The insecticide also cuts the life of the insects in half.

“ 　69　
 we can reduce mosquito-biting rates then we're able to increase the thresholds below which the disease prevalence will move to zero. So by controlling mosquitoes we're making the targets for the mass drug administration more 　70　
 (obtain). ”

A beach town in the US state of New Jersey is passing a ban on the wearing of low-slung trousers, jeans or shorts on its boardwalk.

The sight of 　61　
 (expose) skin or underwear has attracted complaints from tourists, says Wildwood Mayor Ernest Troiano.

 inmates are not allowed to wear belts. 　70　
 the look was taken up by hip-hop artists and is commonly worn by young people.

A quarter of the world's children are at risk of underperforming at school because of chronic malnutrition, says UK charity Save the Children.

Missing out on a nutritious diet could 　61　
 (severe) damage a child's ability to read and write, it said.

The study found that malnourished children suffered irreversible damage; they grew up smaller and 　62　
 (weak), and their brains might not develop fully.

The charity said tackling malnutrition should be a priority for G8 leaders.

They will meet in Northern Ireland next month.

The report — Food for Thought — is based on studies of thousands of children in Ethiopia, India, Peru and Vietnam.

Their study suggests that children 　63　
 (age) eight 　64　
 are stunted due to malnutrition were 19% more likely to make mistakes reading a simple sentence like “the sun is hot” or “I like dogs” 　65　
 those with a balanced diet.

They could earn as much as 20% less in adulthood, and the global economic impact of malnutrition could be up to $161bn (￡83bn), Save the Children said.

“Poor nutrition is driving a literacy and numeracy crisis in 　66　
 (develop) countries, and is also a huge barrier to further progress in tackling child deaths,” said Jasmine Whitbread, Save the Children International's Chief Executive.

“A quarter of the world's children 　67　
 (suffer) the effects of chronic malnutrition, putting millions of young lives at risk.”

The UK government is holding a special nutrition summit in London on 8 June, ahead of the main G8 gathering, 　68　
 is expected to look at issues such as food security and the need for more African countries to have their own national nutrition plans.

World leaders 　69　
 (attend) that summit must “face this crisis and tackle the scourge of malnutrition 　70　
 good”, said Ms Whitbread.

Vietnam's information, communications and technology industries have grown quickly over the past 10 years. The Vietnamese government has high hopes for the future; 　61　
 wants the country to become a center for Information Technology Services in the years to come.

But to capture its share of the knowledge economy, experts say Vietnam 　62　
 to do more to deal with cyber security issues.

 I go in Vietnam, I look in places and offices and stuff like this, and 　68　
 (hard) any computer, apart from the very big ones, are protected by any anti-virus program at all,” he explained.

The use of pirated software is one of the main ways malware can infect computers systems.

The Business Software Alliance says about 81 percent of the computers in Vietnam use pirated copies of software programs. Michael Mudd says infected computers could take up to 20 percent of available bandwidth, 　69　
 (cause) major economy loses.

To deal with the problem, he says, Vietnam does not need more “antivirus scientists with four-year college degrees”. He says the country 　70　
 needs an army of IT experts who can care for computer systems and remove malware already loaded in the machines.

Test 34

Imagine having an idea, drawing it on paper, bringing it to a store and seeing it turned into a physical object. This is now possible with the help of 3D printers. Such machines were once used just by universities and big companies, but now, stores with 3D printing services 　61　
 (appear) around the United States.

Bryan Jaycox and his wife opened The Build Shop LLC in Los Angeles two years ago. The store is filled with tools like a laser cutter, an industrial sewing machine and 3D printers. The Jaycoxs offer 3D printing classes and services for 　62　
 who is interested.

3D printing services are becoming available for American consumers. The UPS Store, recently put 3D printers in three of its independently-owned stores. Burke Jones owns one of the stores in San Diego.

“The demand has been amazing. It's been much more than I 　63

At The UPS Store, the cost of the object depends on 　64　
 amount of materials 　65　
 (use). The store charges up to $95 an hour to design the object with computer software 　66　
 creates a digital file to guide the printer.

Mr Jaycox predicts that within five years, 3D printing technology could become more consumer friendly. But KiChong Tran says even current technology can make a 　67　
 in a developing country like Cambodia.

“With 3D printing you can give them tools, you put it in their hands, so they are responsible more for their own development and they learn skills 　68　
 just learning English and becoming a tour guide or 　69　
 like that or working at a bank you can actually create things that give value to the world.”

He says it's not just Cambodia but anywhere 　70　
 there is a 3D printer, it can turn a good idea — into reality.

Also, in 1789, the American economy was improving after the destruction caused by the Revolutionary War. Agriculture, trade and shipbuilding were coming back to life. Roads, bridges and canals 　61

The country's economy still had many problems, however. Two major issues had 　62

 the Congress decided to place the new government. Later, the capital would be moved to Philadelphia for a while. Finally, it would be established in Washington, DC, the District of Columbia.

Next, members of the Continental Congress had to decide when the states would choose a president. They agreed to March 4, 1789, the same day the Constitution would go into effect.

The states that ratified the Constitution chose electors to vote for a president. The result was not a surprise. They chose the hero of the Revolutionary War: George Washington. No one opposed the choice—except, perhaps, for George Washington himself.

Here are actors having an 　65　
 (imagine) conversation between James Madison and George Washington. Madison 　66　
 to persuade Washington that he should be the new nation's first president.

“Oh Sir, it must be you who serves as president. It is your influence 　67　
 unites the states.”

Law enforcement agencies across the United States are using cameras to take pictures of automobile license plates. The idea is to build a 　61

The use of LPRs(license plate reader) is growing across the United States. Some are secured to poles along roadsides, 　62　
 are placed in law-enforcement vehicle.

 (unless) it has a specific reason that you are involved in wrongdoing,” said Stanley.

Until recently, Kevin Rearden served as Captain of the Arlington county Police. He also headed the county's Homeland Security Department before he retired. Mr Rearden said, county policy calls 　67　
 the LPR information to be kept for six months.

Supporters of privacy rights say they have no problem with police departments taking pictures of license plates to investigate crimes. 　68　
 Jay Stanley says, they're against storing the information for long periods of time.

The ACLU says Americans need to know 　69　
 federal officials are using the information collected from LPR cameras. 　70　
 group has brought federal charges against the Department of Justice and the Department of Homeland Security.

Previous research has shown that online daters are more likely to see each other again after a first meeting 　68　
 they share more information about themselves online.

 the relative anonymity of online dating does allow for prospective partners to lie about their attributes, studies suggest this mostly takes the form of white lies about weight and height.

The findings of the US study, commissioned by matchmaking company eHarmony, could also apply elsewhere, said Prof Cacioppo.

Britons are Europe's most prolific Internet daters.

More than 5.7 million people in the UK logged on to Internet 　70　
 (date) sites in September 2012 — a 22 percent increase on the same month a year earlier, according to Internet market research company comScore.

The websites were most popular among the61 to 70 age group, but they are becoming increasingly attractive to the older generation.

The World Health Organization (WHO) on Thursday called for a comprehensive ban on all tobacco advertising, promotion and sponsorship as it marks World No Tobacco Day Friday.

The WHO said the ban should include point-of-sale (POS) advertising or store sales promotions, the last refuge of advertisers still allowed in most countries 　61　
 all other kinds of tobacco advertising 　62　
 (ban).

It said that children were exposed to POS advertising, 　63　
 cigarettes were often sold near racks of candy and other items aimed at children.

“As called for in the WHO Framework Convention on Tobacco Control, governments must 　64　
 (comprehensive) ban tobacco advertising, promotion and sponsorship,” said Shin Young-soo, WHO Western Pacific regional director.

“We must halt the tobacco industry's aggressive marketing of its products, 　65　
 cause addiction, suffering and millions of deaths each year,” he said.

The WHO noted that after Hong Kong banned tobacco advertising in broadcast media, billboards and print media, it was found that brand recognition remained high at 66 percent to 64 percent among children whose families were nonsmoking because POS advertising and sponsorship were not controlled.

To subvert marketing bans, the tobacco industry has shifted to forms of indirect advertising, such as sponsorship of sports or cultural events and viral marketing, including word-of-mouth, the WHO said.

The global organization warned that tobacco use was a leading cause of 　66　
 (prevent) death, 　67　
 (kill) nearly six million people every year around the world.

“Of this number, more than 600,000 are nonsmokers who die from exposure 　68　
 second-hand smoke. 　69　
 urgent action is taken, the annual death toll could rise to more than eight million by 2066,” the WHO said.

Meanwhile, the cancer survivor group New Voice Association of the Philippines (NVAP) urged the government to enact 　70　
 (strict) antismoking laws to plug legal loopholes “that are being used by the tobacco industry to continue to promote their deadly products.”

“As the tobacco industry loses its grip on the West, it has turned its eyes on Asean, especially the Philippines, to promote its deadly products,” said Emer Rojas, NVAP president.

The world's largest solar thermal plant is set to begin producing power in the United States by the end of the year. Wind and energy from the sun are generally considered clean, 　61　
 energy from coal-burning power stations. However, environmentalists now worry that too much solar power development 　62　
 (harm) the local environment.

Source Energy is building a huge solar power plant in the Mojave desert, about 60 kilometers southwest of Las Vegas, Nevada. The plant 　63　
 (know) as the Ivanpah Solar Electric Generating System. Joe Desmond works for the company.

“This is actually one of the highest 　64　
 of sunlight in the world, out here in Ivanpah,” explained Desmond.

BrightSource Energy will deploy 170,000 specially designed mirrors to direct solar energy towards boilers on top of three power towers. The steam produced in the boilers will drive turbines to make electricity.

“We can store the sun's thermal energy in the form of molten salt, so we can produce electricity even when the sun goes down. There is a lot of interest in 　65　
 (concentrate) solar power around the globe in environments 　66　
 you have lots of sun, such as China, South Africa, the Middle East, North Africa,” explained Desmond.

Environmentalists generally support the idea of solar power, 　67　
 , many are concerned about the effect of power plants on sensitive environment.

Lisa Belenky is a lawyer with the Center for Biological Diversity, a private group. She says environmentalists are specifically worried about the effect of the Ivanpah Solar Project on 　68　
 sensitive plant and animal life in that part of Mojave desert.

“ 　69　
 the desert seems big, when you start cutting it up, 　70　
 can really affect how the species and the animals and the plants are able to survive in the long run,” said Lisa Belenky.

Hougou was unknown to the outside world until Feng Jicai, a Chinese novelist 　66　
 (dedicate) to the preservation of ancient villages, introduced it in 2002. By 2005, it 　67　
 (become) a tourist destination, and many rural households began offering lodgings to visitors.

But there was one aspect of the traditional life that visitors found hard to accept. 　68　
 were the pit toilets, located outside or besides the pigsties and sheep pens.

“Using the toilets was difficult for tourists from cities, especially ladies,” Hou Changyou, director of the village committee, recalls.

For many urban residents, the toilet experience could be 　69

 mobile devices are still not allowed in some schools, these everyday electronics do offer significant potential to aid users with built-in or third party applications, visual and audio reminders, predictive word software, and voice recognition options. As teachers and administrators recognize the potential of a “pocket computer” for students with special needs, mobile computing 　70　
 (become) more common in the classroom.

They are working with a British food company, Lightbody, to try to accurately plot the deterioration of a cake and formulate a recipe with the best fat, sugar and liquid proportions for taste and shelf life.

“With hyperspectral imaging, you can tell the chemical content of a cake just by taking a photo of it. That allows the baker 　63　
 (optimize) the process for shelf life and taste. It tells you 　64　
 is going on, how the sugars are breaking down, how the fats are breaking down. If bakers can get the formula right, they can extend the shelf life and sell their cakes 　65　
 (far) afield,” said Stephen Marshall, professor of image 　66　
 (process) at the university.

In a military context, hyperspectral imaging captures hundreds of values in the electromagnetic spectrum which enable scientists to identify objects 　67　
 sending them to a laboratory.

A hi-tech snapshot creates an electromagnetic “fingerprint” of the objects 　68　
 can be used to identify minerals, crop disease, and movements of people and vehicles under military surveillance.

In the hunt for Bin Laden, it would have identified movements of people and vehicles simply by capturing changes in the grounds 　69　
 (surround) the terrorist's compound.

Strathclyde and Lightbody received a grant of ￡61,000 from the Interface Food & Drink, a Scottish fund 　70　
 (design) to forge links between business developers and academic research.

Howell Davies of Interface said: “You can basically take a picture of something and analyse the product without taking it away for testing in a lab. You can see things that you can't see with the human eye.”

Airborne laser technology has uncovered a network of roadways and canals, illustrating a bustling ancient city linking Cambodia's famed Angkor Wat temples complex.

The discovery was announced late on Monday in a peer-reviewed paper released early by the journal Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences
 . The laser scanning revealed a previously 　61　
 (document) formal urban planned landscape integrating the 1,200-year-old temples.

The airborne lasers produced a detailed map of a vast cityscape, 　62　
 (include) highways and previously undiscovered temples, hidden beneath dense vegetation on top of Phnom Kulen mountain in Siem Reap province. It was the lost city of Mahendraparvata.

“What we have now with this instrument is just ‘bang’ — all of a sudden, an immediate picture of an entire city that people didn't know was there before, which is remarkable,” University of Sydney archaeologist Damian Evans, the study's lead author, told Australia's the Age in a video interview from Cambodia. “ 　63　
 instead of this kind of very long gradual process, you have this kind of sudden eureka moment 　64　
 you bring the data up on screen the first time and there it is — this ancient city very clearly in front of you.”

The laser technology, known as lidar, works by firing laser pulses from an aircraft to the ground and measuring the distance to create a detailed, three-dimensional map of the area. It is a useful tool for archaeologists because the lasers can penetrate dense vegetation and cover swaths of ground far faster than they could be analysed on foot. Lidar 　65　
 (use) to explore other archaeological sites, such as Stonehenge.

In April 2012, the Australian researchers loaded the equipment on to a helicopter, 　66　
 spent days crisscrossing the dense forests from 800 meters above the ground. The team then confirmed the findings with an on-foot expedition through the jungle.

“We had 　67　
 (reason) expectations, I guess, of 　68　
 we would find using the lidar data, but what we've ended up 　69　
 has just blown our minds,” Evans told the Age. “It's just 　70

“We want to shine a much brighter light on practices that don't seem to make sense to us,” said Jonathan Blum, deputy administrator for the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services. “We do not see any business reason for 　65　
 there is so much variation in the data.”

Hospitals said they support efforts to simplify an overly complex medical billing system and arm consumers with more information. The California Hospital Assn. agreed, but warned 　66　
 the newly available federal data “may confuse patients as well as the public”.

Health-policy experts called the government's move 　67　
 (release) prices from more than 3,000 U.S. hospitals unprecedented in its scope, and they said it could accelerate related efforts to pry more detailed cost information from health insurers and other medical providers.

Many employers and consumers still struggle to unravel the closely guarded secrets of medical pricing even though they 　68　
 (ask) to shell out ever-increasing amounts for care.

Medicare and private insurers pay only a fraction of these billed charges disclosed by the government.Regardless of the bills, Medicare pays standardized amounts for specific conditions, and insurers negotiate 　69

Nonetheless, experts say the actual amounts insurers and consumers pay follow a similar pattern of 　70

The Bill of Rights also deals with the separation of powers between the federal government and the states. In the words of the tenth amendment: “The powers not delegated to the United States by the Constitution, nor 　66　
 (prohibit) by it to the States, are reserved to the States respectively, or to the people.” In other words, powers belong to the states 　67　
 the Constitution gives them to the federal government or prevents the states from having them.

The Bill of Rights was not part of the document 　68　
 (sign) at the convention in Philadelphia in 1787. The delegates believed that political freedoms were basic human rights. Some of the delegates thought it was 　69　
 to express these rights in a Constitution.

Fifty-seven percent of poll respondents said they “have more earning power than ever before” and “handle major investment decisions and retirement planning”.

Yet many also worry 　69　
 financial achievement alienates 　70　
 men and other women.

Forty-two percent said financially independent women intimidate men and run the risk of ending up alone, according to the survey. Almost one-third (31%) said those women are hard to relate to and don't have many friends.
