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前言

雅思写作该怎么提高？备考多长时间才能取得理想成绩？烤鸭们心中有很多此类疑问。我的学生封卓琪在2010年7月30日的雅思考试中，写作成绩获得了8分（之前多次考试成绩都是5. 5分），这对于在新东方任教的我来说是一种莫大的鼓励和安慰，我更加坚定了自己的教学理念。当我发现中国学生的雅思写作普遍比听、说、读三项得分低，而我的很多VIP学生写作成绩却超过自己平均分的时候，我才产生了写这本书的想法。如果你被以下问题所困扰，那么这本书就是为你而写的。

1. 我想找一本自学用的辅导书，既有讲解分析，又有范文和练习。

这就是为你设计的教材。它既有写作技能的训练（Part I），又有话题论据的讨论（Part II）。写作技能部分设计了练习题，供学生们巩固所学，加深理解和加强运用；话题论据部分所提供的每篇参考范文，既有写作提纲，又有词汇拓展和句型总结。本书章节相对独立，方便学生根据个人情况选择通读全书，或有针对性地选择部分章节学习。

考虑到考生英语基础不同，每章的讲解都循序渐进，由浅入深。同时尽量使用西方社会大众化地道的词语和短语，避免使用过于生僻的词句，或者中式思维和表达。本书所选取的例句都来自剑3~剑9的考官范文。

小作文部分（Part III）按照动态、静态作分类讲解。动态对应趋势；静态对应对比。由于图形本身可以互相转换，所以以主要特征为线索的学习会节省考生很多的精力和时间。

本书宗旨：帮助考生快速掌握学术类英文写作技能，不局限于雅思考生，考研、四/六级、专四/专八考生都可以从中有所收获，因为所有英文议论文写作的宗旨和方法都很类似。

2. 为什么我的写作成绩比其他科目低？

有三个原因：第一是中国的传统英语教学是以考试为目的的，由于中考、高考的写作部分所占比重小，考官评分尺度松，所以写作能力没有得到很好的训练；第二是中西方的议论文有较大差异：中文的议论文只证明自己的观点，而英文的议论文除了证明自己的观点以外，还要评价对方的观点，即所谓的辩证能力；评分标准也很不相同，不能由中文内容和标准推想英文也该如此。第三个原因是大多培训机构的主要任务是让考生熟悉考试技巧，通常无法在短期培训中顾及每个学生的语言障碍。

3. 为什么我上了很多辅导班，也背了很多词汇、句式和模板，而写作成绩却始终徘徊在5分左右？

雅思写作从四个方面去评价文章的分数，每个方面都有独立的分值。这四个分值是不公布的，考生看到的只是写作总分。每个学生优劣势的具体情况必须严格对照评分标准来评判。然而很多培训老师忽视评分标准，学生也不重视，没有对照标准诊断自己的问题，导致学生不知道自己的短板何在，分数也徘徊不前。根据我个人的教学经验，5分学生基本存在以下三方面的问题：一是语言基础弱，语法错误多，表达有障碍，考官阅读困难；二是学生对题目的理解不到位，偏题跑题自己还浑然不知；三是学生参考的范文要么过难，不适合基础弱的学生；要么过于模式化，生搬硬套的文章肯定存在论证过程的逻辑不顺，条理不清，文章缺乏流畅性和整体感。

4. 我该参考谁的范文？

剑桥的考官范文。重点是模仿语言表达和流畅性。有的观点认为考官范文没有固定的模式，难以模仿，因此不适合学生。我个人认为中国学生写作分数普遍偏低正是此观点误导的结果，不但浪费珍贵的材料，而且把学生引向模式化的僵硬写作，而这是崇尚个人特色的西方教育理念中最被唾弃的行为。虽然考官的文章无论你多么重视都不为过，但是考官范文的话题太狭窄，基本上都是关于教育的，本书第二部分提供的范文拓宽了话题范围。另外我每周都会跟踪雅思考试并撰写范文供考生参考，这些范文会随时发布在我的博客上，地址为http: //blog. sina. com. cn/u/1879450905（北京新东方VIP朱瑞红）。

5. 我的观点如果考官不赞同，是否会影响成绩？

最好了解一下英国人的传统观念和我们有什么不同。相对来说，英国人偏保守、重传统，对科技持怀疑态度；而我们的学生习惯说：“……是科技进步的表现”，这种把科技进步理所当然地当作优点的说法还是应该谨慎为好。

书中所写内容都是自己的教学积累，写书只是把它们系统性地整理出来。但是在写作的过程中，我发觉越写东西越多，好像这辈子都写不完。现在回头看，这是一个多么有收获的过程，教学和写作互相促进、互相补充，两件事情都变得更有意思和价值。

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朱老师的教学与著书

2009年11月北京新东方学校VIP项目成立之初，我作为经理面试了很多老师，其中朱瑞红老师给我留下了非常深刻的印象，因为她不仅成熟稳重，而且在第一次面试时就展现了突出的教学能力。我当时给她的评价是：“你是我见过的对雅思写作理解最深刻的老师。”这句话我早已忘记，但是没想到朱老师一直铭记在心。

Part I 大作文写作技能

雅思大作文考查考生的学术写作能力。本书第一部分主要通过对评分标准的分析以及设置相应由易到难的练习来综合提高考生的写作能力。考生也可以挑选部分章节来学习，查漏补缺。

第一章　考官依据什么打分？

雅思简介


雅思（IELTS：International English Language Test ing System）是专门为准备进入以英文教学的学院或大学深造的学生而设计的英文水平测试。雅思注重学生在专业范畴内需具备的英语能力，所以许多英语国家的学校都鼓励学生参加雅思考试。雅思考试由澳大利亚教育国际开发署（IDP Education Australia）、英国文化协会（British Council）以及剑桥大学考试委员会（UCLES）共同举办，由剑桥大学考试委员会统筹管理。



雅思的测试对象

凡计划前往英语国家就读本科、研究生、专科技术学院或预科等课程的考生，以及想要申请澳大利亚、新西兰、加拿大等国移民的人士都可以参加雅思考试。

认可雅思成绩的国家

目前，全世界共有120多个国家或地区的8000多所院校认可雅思成绩，主要包括英国、加拿大、澳大利亚、新西兰、爱尔兰和南非等英语国家，瑞士、挪威和新加坡等也认可雅思成绩。并且，雅思是赴澳大利亚、荷兰留学唯一被认可的语言考试；所有的加拿大教育机构都认可雅思成绩；在美国，现在已有3000余所大学和研究生院正式认可雅思成绩，如顶级的8所常春藤联盟院校全部接受雅思成绩。法国、丹麦、芬兰等欧洲国家的英语授课项目也要求雅思成绩。目前，全球有500多个测试中心定期举办雅思考试。

雅思考试类别

雅思考试分为Academic和General Training两类。Academic适用于出国留学的考生；而General Training通常适用于有移民计划的考生。General Training听力部分、口语部分的试题与Academic听力部分、口语部分的试题相同，但是阅读部分和写作部分的题目不同。General Training不为考生单独设置考场，他们和Academic的考生一起考试，只是阅读部分和写作部分的试卷不同。

雅思考试含Listening、Reading、Writing、Speaking四项，每一项有9个评分等级，也就是说满分是9分。大部分学校对大学本科申请者的要求是6分，研究生是6. 5分，个别非常著名的大学要求的成绩会在此基础上提高半分。另外，有的学校还要求某一项单科的成绩，例如写作不低于5. 5分或6分。

成绩计算方法

考试成绩包括一个总分，以及听力、阅读、写作和口语四个单项分，每一项的分数权重相同。总分即四个部分所得分数经过平均后四舍五入的成绩。总分采取整分或半分制：如果平均分的小数位是. 25，就四舍五入到0. 5；如果是. 75，就四舍五入到1。如果一位考生的四项成绩分别是6. 5、6. 5、5. 0、7. 0，那么他的总成绩就是（25÷4=6. 25=6. 5）。相应地，如果一位考生的四项成绩分别是4. 0、3. 5、4. 0、4. 0，那么他的总成绩就是（15. 5÷4=3. 875=4. 0）。而如果一位考生的四项成绩分别是：6. 5、6. 0、6. 0、6. 0，那么他的总成绩就是（24. 5÷4=6. 125=6）。

雅思考试的时间、地点，报名事宜与成绩查询

在中国大陆地区，雅思考试基本上是每月4场，其中3场安排在周六，另外1场安排在周四。考试次数没有限制，而且所有考生可以在报名时同时预订两场考试。大陆地区共有55个考试中心，分布在三十多个省会城市或大城市。考试的具体时间和地点可以登录雅思中国官方网站（http: //www. chinaielts. org/）查询。报名截止日期通常是考试前12天，但是由于大陆地区的考生数量增长迅速，经常出现报名截止日期之前考位已满的情况，因此建议考生尽早报名。

雅思考试报名、付费和成绩查询或复议以及退考、转考等也可在雅思中国官方网站处理。在考试前登录此网站打印准考证，准考证上有笔试和口试的时间、地点安排以及考生须知等信息。

考试成绩单将于笔试后第10个工作日通过EMS寄往考生报名时提供的成绩单寄送地址，每位考生只能收到一份成绩单原件。考生也可以申请将自己的额外考试成绩单直接寄送到申请的国外学校。考生还可以登录雅思中国官方网站直接查询自己的成绩。

如果对考试成绩有疑问，可以申请复议。但需注意，复议必须在成绩公布后4周内提出，费用900元（一项或多项成绩）。复议结果可能是成绩提高、不变或降低。如果成绩提高，则费用全额退回。复议周期为6周，这期间考生成绩被冻结，不能用来申请留学或移民。

雅思考试流程

考生在考试当天必须携带身份证原件和准考证，一张六个月内护照标准尺寸、白底彩色免冠照片，并在背面注明姓名和考号（此照片将用于存档），并于8：00之前到达考点。进入考场前把除了身份证、准考证和照片之外的所有个人物品都存放在教室外面的指定区域，尤其注意不得带入手机等电子通讯产品。考生按座位号就坐。桌子上有一张纸，上面印有考生姓名、考号和类别（Academic类还是General Training类），考生须仔细核对。另外还有一副耳机、一支铅笔和一块橡皮。考场监考老师介绍考场规则，然后发放试卷。考生按照老师的说明在考卷上方填写个人信息。

大概9点左右，听力考试开始。考题包括四段录音，难度随考试的进行而递增。这些录音包括一些独白及对话。考生将听到不同的英语口音和方言。考试录音放30分钟，只能听一遍，但会留给考生一些时间阅读问题并记录答案。考生把答案直接写在试卷上，然后有10分钟的时间再把答案誊写在答题本上。之后老师收走听力答题本，发放阅读试卷。注意，在老师说开始之前绝对不要打开试卷。阅读考试的时间是1小时，没有额外誊写答案的时间。考生将阅读三篇文章并回答文后问题。文章从书本、杂志及报纸上选取，覆盖知识面广泛，但不需考生具备专业知识。

大概在11点左右，写作考试开始，同样的，考生要听从老师的统一安排，不要提前打开试卷。注意，每个考场的时间进度不是绝对一致的，可能有的慢点，有的快点，监考老师会提醒两次时间进度，但是曾出现过老师报错时间的情况，所以考生最好自己把握时间。尤其是写作考试，要写两篇作文，那么每一篇作文预期的结束时间一定要分别写下来。假如你的写作开始时间是10：55，计划先写小作文，25分钟完成，那么你就在自己的试卷上写上11：20和11：55两个时间，以便提醒自己，从而更好地把握写作进度。

写作考试结束后，笔试部分结束。口试通常安排在笔试的当天或第二天。考生须提前30分钟到达考点候考，并现场照相。这张照片将用于考生的身份确认，它将与考生姓名及个人信息共同打印在考试成绩单上寄送给考生本人。口试为11到15分钟，采用一对一的面试形式，考查考生日常会话、对熟悉话题作一定长度的描述以及与考官之间互动的能力。


雅思写作评分体系

评分计算方法

雅思写作要求考生在60分钟内写两篇文章，第一篇要求描述图表或流程图、示意图，字数要求在150字以上；第二篇要求对某个议题进行讨论或提供某个问题的解决方法，字数250以上。作为正规的国际语言水平测试，为了保证公正公平，评分系统非常严格。在试卷的下方考生可以看到两篇作文都有供两位考官填写分值的表格。

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每位考官必须根据四项评分标准分别给出分值，其平均分就是一篇作文的分数。下面给出了大作文和小作文各分数段及据此得出的写作总得分。从该表可以看出大作文的比重较大，如大作文6分，小作文5~7分，总分仍是6分。但是考生不要忽视一个细节，考官判卷时先看小作文，而小作文给考官留下的印象会影响对大作文的评判。所以不要轻视小作文。
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另外，在考官评分表格的右侧还有两个一模一样的表格（下面只提供一个）：

这个表格也提供了很重要的信息：作文长度（length）一定要达到最低标准：大作文250字，小作文150字；不可以有背诵的模板痕迹（memorised）；要理解题意，不能跑题（off-topic）；没有违反考场规则，没有惩罚（penalty）；试卷无效（illegible）。

评分指导原则

剑桥官网对考生在大作文中需展示的四种能力的描述就是评分指导原则：

In Task 2 candidates are presented with a point of view, argument or problem. They are assessed on their ability to present a solution to the problem, present and justify an opinion, compare and contrast evidence and opinions, and evaluate and challenge ideas, evidence or arguments. （在大作文中，考题包括一个观点、评论或一个问题，考官评估考生是否具有以下能力：即解决问题的能力，陈述并证明自己观点的能力，对比的能力，评价与挑战的能力。）

这四种能力在文章中都要有具体的体现。大作文有两种题型，议论和report。议论有辩论双方；report要求对某个问题进行分析并提出解决措施。以上四种能力中，解决问题的能力针对大作文的report题型；后面三种能力针对议论文。在议论文当中，证明自己的观点构成主体（body）的一半，通常要提出两三个不同角度的分论点。例如谈论老师在教学中的优势（和网络教学相比），你可以说监督作用、弹性和情感连接，这三条理由是从不同层面来探讨的。因为雅思题目中始终有对立的双方，因此考生需要展示对比能力。评价指对于反方论点的回应，挑战就是反驳对方。评价和挑战通常在同一段落，本书称之为让步反驳段，这正是被很多学生误解的地方。这四种能力我们会在本章的范文分析中具体讨论。

评分标准

评分标准是对以上四种能力的等级考量，共9级。评分标准的重要性体现在它为我们提供了自我评价的依据和提高改善的方向。由于大部分考生的初始成绩是4~5分，而他们的目标分数是6~7分，所以下面的大作文评分标准只截取了官网5~7分的标准来做重点分析：

第一项标准（TR）是对作文内容的评价，即是否扣题（relevant/clear position）；格式（format）是否合适；是否提供了相关的分论点（main idea）；是否支持（support）或拓展（develop）了分论点；是否讨论了题目中涉及的所有方面（address all parts），即正反两方的观点都有讨论。
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第二项标准（CC）是对论证过程的评价。你可以想象一场辩论，你是正方，你的对面坐着反方。怎样说服对方，这就是议论的目的。因此这项标准的重点是论证的过程中逻辑合理（logical）、过程清晰（clear progression）。为了达到这个效果，考生应注意的关键因素包括是否有效使用连接手段（cohesive devices）；指示代词（referencing）是否明确；段落划分（paragraphing）是否合理，每段是否有中心论点（central topic）。考生常犯的错误是对此不够重视。很多人误以为雅思考的是语言，不是内容，从而忽视了前两项评分标准。尤其是那些语言水平相当不错的考生，他们通常过于追求遣词造句的难度，而忽略了意义的表达。从表面看来，在他们所写的文章中，句子都够复杂，用词也够难，但是整个段落或者文章的意思不连贯，甚至不知所云，前后矛盾。结果是把考官搞晕，把自己的成绩搞砸。无论你写的是什么文体，交流都是最终的目的。议论文的交流尤其注重逻辑性，即辩论的流畅性和信服度。

第三项标准是词汇量（LR）。欲达到6分，不必使用难度过高的词汇，只要使用正确即可。允许有一些拼写错误（spelling error），但不影响句子的理解；如果目标定在6分之上，就需要用一些不太常见的（less common）词汇，而且用词能够达义，词的风格（style）以及搭配（collocation）能做到准确（precision）。

第四项标准是语法和句型（GRA）。句子是否多样化（variety），既有简单句也有复杂句（complex structures）；语法（grammar）是否正确，标点（punctuation）是否正确。高分作文需要有较多的复杂句式。

根据以上评分标准，6分的文章是什么样呢？文章以简单句为主，辅以少量复杂句式，但是语法错误很少；整个文章的意思表达清楚，考官能看明白你的观点是什么；再加之逻辑条理，两面辩证看问题，就能达到6分了。6分并非高不可攀，7分也不必望洋兴叹。只要我们知道目标在哪里，就知道劲儿该往哪儿使。If you don't know where you're going, you will probably end up somewhere else.


考官范文分析

虽然剑桥考官范文并非考场作文，没有评分，但可以肯定的是，根据四项评分标准，这些文章是最接近满分的，因此是最佳的学习材料。为了让所有的考生都能仿效，考官范文在词汇方面不会太难。下面这篇考官范文，是编者根据四种能力和四项评分标准为考生分析最详细的大作文范文。


In some countries young people are encouraged to work or travel for a year between finishing high school and starting university studies. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages for young people who decide to do this. （剑5 Test 2）





	
第一段：作者是否给出了自己的观点？

没有。本段只是提出话题——年轻人高中毕业之后中断学习一年。然后细分为穷学生工作、富学生旅游来分析。

第二段：能否看出作者的观点：支持还是反对这件事？理由是什么？

很明显，作者支持高中毕业之后中断学业一年。理由有三个，即工作或旅游一年的好处：1. broader view of life；2. better personal resources；3. more independent。这三个理由都用了比较级，因为作者把这些学生和直接上大学的学生作了对比，直接上大学的学生在常识和人生经验方面都有局限。该立论段显示了作者证明自己观点和对比的能力。


	
The reason for this trend may involve(包括)the recognition(认识)that a young adult who passes directly from school to university is rather restricted in terms of(在... 方面)general knowledge and experience of the world. By contrast(相反), those who have spent some time earning a living(谋生)or travelling to other places have a broader view of life(人生观)and better personal resources to draw on(借鉴). They tend to be more independent, which is a very important factor in academic study(文化课学习)and research, as well as(也)giving them an advantage in terms of coping with(应对)the challenges of student life.





	
第三段：看第一句话就知道这段是谈论“危险”的。之后两句是各种“危险”的具体表现。那么作者的立场变了吗？

没有。他仍然支持中断学业。因为最后一句转折句(But... )把前面的危险都否定了。该让步反驳段显示了评价对方(evaluate)和反驳挑战(challenge)的能力。


	However, there are certainly dangers in taking time off(中断)at that important age. Young adults may end up(最终)never returning to their studies or finding it difficult to readapt to(重新适应)an academic environment. They may think that it is better to continue in a particular job, or to do something completely different from a university course(课程). But overall, I think this is less likely(可能的)today, when academic qualifications(学历)are essential(最基本的)for getting a reasonable job.



	
第四段：在第一句话中，作者明确提出了自己的立场，是完全一边倒的结论。并且整个结论段避免了与立论段的语言重复。


	My view is that young people should be encouraged to broaden their horizons(拓宽视野). That is the best way for them to get a clear perspective(认识)of what they are hoping to do with their lives and why. Students with such a perspective are usually the most effective(能干的)and motivated(积极的)ones and taking a year off may be the best way to gain(获得)this.





以上介绍了文章的整体结构，现在我们再从评分标准来看一下这篇范文。考官通常采用文章每段空行间隔的格式（format），建议考生采纳。当然，段与段之间不空行，而是段首缩进两个或四个字母的格式也是正确的。论证方面，文章从优劣势两个角度评价了自己对于中心话题的看法（address all parts of the task）。作者的立场清晰（clear position），分论点紧扣主题（relevant main ideas）。对有些分论点做了适当的拓展和支持（extend and support main idea），如第三个好处more independence后面有一个which引导的从句，对“独立”进行了强调，“独立在学习和研究中很重要，同时在应对学生生活的挑战方面也给学生以优势”。

关于Coherence and Cohesion，这篇文章的段落组织（organise）合理，introduction和conclusion完整；主体部分一段讲优势一段讲劣势，每个段落都有明确的主题（central topic）。论证过程逻辑清晰（logical）。连接手段（cohesive device）多样且娴熟。指示代词（referencing）使用明确。具体分析如下表：

5分例文（剑7 Test 4）

Others think that the true function of a university should be to give access to knowledge for its own sake, regardless of whether the course is useful to an employer. What, in your opinion, should be the main function of a university?


What knowledge and skills should universities provide has been argued for many years. Some people think that the true function of universities provide knowledge for their own purpose, but nowadays, more and more people point out that universities should provide graduates with the knowledge and skills according to the workplace.

The first reason for universities should provide these knowledge and skill is the students' needs. Obviously, the most of the students go to university purpose of is to get some knowledge

and skills which could make them have the ability to get a job. If a university does not provide these knowledge and skills, the students might not get a job and they would be very disappointed. As a result, the university would lose its students.

Moreover, providing knowledge and skills needed in the workplace maks a university progress. The new skills and information always are initiated in the workplace, so focusing on the needs of the workplace the university could get sound strategies to do research and make it more modernisation.

Some people think that a sense of competition in children should be encouraged. Others believe that children who are taught to co-operate rather than compete become more useful adults. Discuss both these views and give your own opinion.


Nowadays, purpose of education being changed in South Korea. There are some people who think that competition in children should be made, also others believe that children who are taught to co-operate as well as become more useful adults. There are advantages and disadvantages for both of the arguements.

To begin with, what is good if a sense of competition in children is made? They could develope themselves more and more as they learn and study a lot to win from the competition. To prove this, in South Korea, it is popular—even common now—to have a tutor who come to student's house to teach extra pieces of study with paying a lot of money. They learn faster than what they learn at school. Furthermore, during the vacations, students study abroad to learn English for a month instead of revise school work. If they have experiences such as study abroad, it is one of the grea Test plus point to go to the famous well-known high-school. Moreover, there are four big school exam and two national examinations to Test students' level of studies. Generally, only the highest 40% can go to the good quality highschools and colleges. Children learn as much as they can, to win the competition to obtain good quality schools.

On the other hand, as they are busy to enter the schools and study individually with their own tutors, there are problems. They become selfish. They become careless and don't help others a lot if it is about studies. There will be no co-operations for them. Then, why are there companies for many people to work in? Each of them are clever, however, there are weak parts and strong parts for each person. To co-operate is to improve this part. People talk and listen to what others thinking of and learn. That could also be a great opportunity to learn instead of learning alone with one teacher.

In conclusion, I strongly agree with that children should be taught to co-operate rather than compete. Nobody is perfect. People learn together, work together to develop each other. Therefore, I want parents and teachers to educate children concentrating on co-operation, not compete and ranking them.

Some of the supporting examples are overdeveloped and divert the reader away from the argument. However, the main points are relevant and the write's point of view is generally clear.

Today, the high sales of popular consumer goods reflect the power of advertising and not the real needs of the society in which they are sold. To what extent do you agree or disagree?


Nowadays, there are lots of advertisements on television or on the streets. Some people think that the advertising boosts the sales of goods and it encourages people to buy things unnecessarily. This arguments may be true. In my country, many advertising companies produce advertisements with famous and popular actors or singers. People, especially youngsters, buy goods that their favourite singers advertise, although they do not really need the products.

Also, on the television screen, a product may look gorgeous and good quality. As a result of it, people often buy goods without enough consideration. Consumers may not actually need but they buy goods impulsively soon after they watch the advertising. Furthermore, as many customers buy a particular product due to its advertising campaign, the other people may be affected by the trend, even if the product is not of the real needs of the society.

On the other hand, there are various aspects against these arguments. Moreover, it is people's choice to make a decision to buy goods. Advertising may be not a cause of customers' buying habits. Individuals have their own spending habits. If they have got enough disposable income, then the right to make a decision is given to them. No one actually can judge whether the goods sold are the real needs of the society or not.

In addition, as there should be a limited amount of disposable income consumers are able to spend, people try to allocate their budgets. They cannot be simply swayed by those advertisements.

In conclusion, as customers have their own strong opinions and standard of good quality goods, it is better to leave them to make their own decision in buy goods. It is fairly difficult to say everyone is swayed by advertising and buy good impulsively. However, in sensitive area of businesses such as toy industries, it may be necessary to band advertising to those children as children have not got enough ability to control themselves or to know what they need.

为了做一个好公民，个人必须尊重并遵守社会规则，认同共享的价值观。教育孩子懂得要遵守规则和尊重他人总是从家庭开始，大家普遍认为这是父母的责任。他们当然是第一个帮助孩子学会生活中重要的是什么，如何言谈举止才合适，自己在社会中扮演什么角色的人。

然而，学习理解并认可整个社会所共享的价值观不可能只在家庭环境中实现。一旦孩子上学，他们就进入了一个更广阔的社会，老师和同龄人与父母具有同样的影响力。在学校，孩子们与来自不同背景的人共同学习和生活，这样的经历将教会他们如何彼此合作，如何为社会作贡献。

但是，做一个好公民不像学一门简单的技术，它是一个人要终生学习的事情。每一个社会成员都有责任来帮助下一代成为积极能干的社会成员。

剑3 Test A Task 2

在今天这个快速变化的世界，教育已经成为很多家长为了保障孩子有一个美好未来而优先考虑的事（priority）。他们相信如果他们的孩子能够专心（apply themselves）、努力地学习，就会有更多的机会上大学并最终找到一份好工作。当然，他们是对的，因为对最好的教育和工作的竞争变得越来越激烈，孩子们的确不得不趁年轻充分利用他们的学习时间。

然而，那些不允许孩子在课外有充裕的娱乐活动的父母是误入歧途了。这些活动并非（far from）仅仅因为与学习无关就是浪费时间。一定要记住孩子们既需要智力发展，也需要其他技能的发展，而达到全面发展的最好方法是通过活动，如运动、游戏以及与其他孩子一起玩耍。如果他们不玩过家家，如何发展想象力？如果他们不运动，如何学习身体协调或体验输赢这样重要的社会课程？很多孩子与一起玩的伙伴形成了稳固的个人关系，如果没有这样的机会，他们长大后可能情感不成熟。

最后，我认为一定要记住孩子们既需要学习也需要休息。如果他们做的每件事都必须有教育意义或与学习有关，那么孩子们会很快完全厌倦学习，这是家长们最不愿看到的事情。

剑6 Test B Task 2

我基本同意孩子每天花太多时间在电脑上会受到负面影响。其中一个原因是长时间坐在屏幕前对眼睛和身体姿态会造成伤害，无论他们用电脑做什么。

然而最让人担心（concern）的是到底是什么电脑活动在吸引着孩子们。通常是一些紧张刺激且相当暴力的电子游戏。玩家常常是游戏中的“英雄”，过多的接触（exposure）此类游戏会促使孩子们成为以自我为中心、对他人麻木不仁的人。

即使孩子们用电脑做其他的事情，如获取信息或给朋友发邮件，也不能代替人与人之间的互动。花时间和其他孩子一起玩耍，分享现实世界（non-virtual）里的经历是孩子成长的重要部分，这是电脑无法提供的。

尽管如此，电脑技能对孩子们明显的好处还是不能被否认的。他们的成人世界在科技方面会不断变化，（and）而如今网络是获得世界上所有知识和信息的钥匙。因此，孩子们从小就学习热情自信地使用电脑是很重要的，因为他们在自己的学习和工作的过程中会需要这些技能。

剑5 Test 2 Task 2

如今在很多国家，年轻人高中毕业后中断学业一段时间是很平常的事情。这一趋势并不局限于有钱旅行的富学生，在那些相对贫穷的学生中这一趋势也很明显。他们选择工作一段时间以求获得经济独立。

这一趋势的原因也许是人们认识到（recognition）一个从高中直接升入大学的年轻人在常识和生活阅历方面都相当有限（restricted）。相反，那些花一些时间谋生或去其他地方旅行的人有更宽广的人生观，也有更好的个人资源可以借鉴（draw on）。他们通常更加独立，这在学习和研究中是一个很重要的因素，同时他们在应对学生生活的挑战方面也有优势。

然而，在这一重要的年龄段停学（take time off）肯定有风险。年轻人也许最终（end up）不再返回学校，或者觉得（find）重新适应学习环境有困难。他们也许认为继续某一份（particular）工作，或者做和学校课程完全不同的事情更好。但总的来说，我认为这种可能性比以前小了（less likely），如今学历是找到一份好工作的前提条件。

我的观点是应该鼓励年轻人拓宽他们的视野。这是让他们清晰认识（perspective）自己的人生目标以及为什么设立这个目标的最好方法。有这种认识的学生通常也是最有能力、最积极的，而停学一年也许是获得这种认识的最好方法。

剑9 Test 3 Task 2

支持这个观点的人相信如今终日伏案的生活方式和紧张的工作环境导致体育活动从我们的工作和休闲生活中消失，如果当地有近便的体育活动中心，我们很可能经常运动，而不是每天晚上瘫在屏幕前。当地所能提供的各类运动能够满足不同年龄、不同体魄和不同兴趣的居民：对学校的体育课有痛苦回忆的人在游泳池里可能比在足球场上更开心。

然而，也许有更好的方法解决这个问题。并非人人都对运动感兴趣，增加设施可能只会吸引那些已经很强壮的人，而不是最需要运动的人。有些相对省钱的方法可以促进身体锻炼，例如，在公园里安装运动设备，我们的市政府就是这么做的。这样做有一个附带的好处，家长和孩子们经常一起使用这些设备娱乐，这可以从小培养孩子们对于健身的积极态度。

除了身体锻炼，还应该对那些高脂肪食品、烟草和酒类征收高额的税费，因为过度消费这些东西会导致糟糕的身体状况。即使是改善公交系统也能有助于健康：走路去公交车站比走到自家的车前要远呀！

我的观点是只增加体育设施太局限，达不到期望的结果。应该鼓励人们不但要积极锻炼身体，还要在生活的所有方面都选择更健康的方式。

第二章　审题

题目特点

大作文的第一步是审题。虽然这个过程可能仅有一分钟之短，但是对它的理解决定了文章是否扣题。文不对题则高分无望。审题审什么呢？首先，很多题目包含事实句（fact）和观点句（opinion）两部分。前者可以作为话题的背景放在第一段作引子；后者是我们议论的关键。例如：


We have three important parts of education, reading, writing and Math. Some people think every child will benefit from a fourth skill added to the list: computer skills: agree or disagree? （2012. 11. 08）


第一句话是fact, 是不需要讨论的；Some people think之后的部分——电脑技能是否有益于孩子——才是观点。


In many countries, 24-hour TV programmes are now transmitted throughout day and night. Some people think this is a positive development, but others do not think so. Discuss both views and give your opinion. （2012. 08. 04）


第一句话是fact，不需要讨论；Some people think后面是观点，是discuss的对象。

议论的基本特点是辩论双方围绕着一个话题展开，因此雅思题目的特点就是“一个话题，两个对立面”。明确这一点很重要，因为文章的主体段就围绕这两个对立面展开讨论。寻找这两个对立面就是审题的重点。

最明显的对立关系出现在discuss题型中。例如：


Some people think children should obey the rules their parents and teachers set and listen to them, but others think less control will help children to deal with their future adult life. Discuss both views and give your own opinion. （2010. 05. 20）


很明显，“一个话题，两个对立面”如下图所示：

在agree or disagree的题型中，虽然没有some people... ，but others... 这样一目了然的对立面，但题目中的观点总是会肯定一方，否定另一方，这两方就是对立面。例如：


Some people say that university students should pay the full cost for higher education because it benefits individuals more than the society as a whole. To what extend do you agree or disagree? （2010. 07. 31）


这道题用比较级more than把对立面individuals和the society展示出来。“一个话题”即pay for higher education。
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最难找对立双方的题型是advantage/disadvantage，因为题目中只提到对立的一方，另一方隐藏了起来，例如：


An increasing number of people change their career and place of residence several times during their life time. Is this a positive or negative development? （2010. 06. 19）


该题只提到一个方面：改变。有的学生认为对立面就是“改变”的好处和坏处。不错，主体段的确是围绕好处和坏处分别讨论，但是我们在讨论这个好坏的时候一定要和传统的生活方式相比较，即一辈子住在一个地方，为同一家工作单位效力。最典型的优劣势对比的范文请参考剑5 Test 2的Task 2，本书第一章对这篇文章进行了具体分析。
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从以上题目可以看出，题目中二元对立的特点与提问的方法没有什么关系，无论discuss、agree or disagree还是advantage outweigh disadvantage，都只是为了引出正反方的观点，因此审题的关键是寻找对立面。从这里出发你可以很快确定文章的两个主体部分，因为你需要围绕这两个对立面展开讨论。

需要补充的是在最常出现的agree/disagree题目中，两个对立面总是一个被支持、另一个被否定，或者有一个极端的词汇表达，不像discuss或者优劣势题目那么中立：


Arts（painting and music）do not directly improve People's life, so government should spend money on other important areas. Do you agree or disagree?
 （2012. 07. 28，arts被否定，other important areas被肯定）


It's better for students to live away from home when they are at university than to live with parents. Do you agree or disagree?
 （2012. 07. 12，live with parents被否定，live away被肯定）


Some people think news have no connection to people's lives, so then it is a waste of time to read the news in the newspaper and watch television news programmmes. To what extent do you agree or disagree?
 （2012. 06. 09，have no connection以及a waste of time都是极端的表达，对立面是have some connection及have some value）


The spread of multinational companies and the resulting increase of globalisation produce positive effects to everyone. Do you agree or disagree with this statement?
 （2012. 02. 09，every属于极端表达，对立面是negative to someone）

题目变化

由于雅思题库的局限性和考试频率的提高，旧题重现是不可避免的现象，但是不要因此掉以轻心。由于一模一样的旧题无法考出学生的真实水平，于是旧题新貌是雅思的一个独特之处，其中隐藏着危险的暗礁，稍不留神就可能翻船，所以这比新题更有挑战性。

对于旧题新貌题型我们要注意细节变化。请比较以下三道题：


The typical teaching situation of a teacher and students in a classroom will not exist by the year2050. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2010. 12. 18）


Nowadays, distance-learning programmes are such common thing for us（the study material by post, by Internet），but some people argue that courses can never be taken as good as those by attending a college or university in person. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2010. 05. 15）

Some people think that computers and the Internet are more important for a child's education than going to school, but others believe that schools and teachers are essential for children to learn effectively. Discuss both these views and give your own opinion. （2009. 04. 25）

用二元对立的方法分析，这三道题有共同的对立面，都是对比传统教学和网络教学。但是需要注意的是话题的着眼点不同，第一道题属于优劣势对比，隐藏了网络教学；第二道题谈论的是大学生；第三道题只涉及中小学生。这样一来论点就会有所不同，例如老师对于年幼的学生所具有的监督作用就不再适用于大学生了。

虽然雅思写作的题目越来越难，但是我们可以根据题目变迁的特点，从以往的旧题来理解后期的新题，例如：


Some people believe that teenagers should concentrate on all school subjects, but others believe that teenagers should focus on the subject that they are best at or that they find interesting. Discuss both these views and give your own opinion. （2009. 05. 09）


这道题讨论中学学科设置的问题，其中对立面是全部科目和学生喜欢或擅长的科目。从学生的课堂回答来看，这道题写跑题（off-topic）的可能性非常高。很多人说如果只学自己喜欢或擅长的科目，即偏科，就考不上大学。可见学生把这道题放在中国高考制度下来回答了。如果我们多看看以往的旧题或许可以找到最切题的论点。


In some countries, schools aim to provide a general education across a range of subjects, while in other countries, children focus on a narrow range of subjects related to a particular career. For today's world, which system is more appropriate? （2007. 07. 07）


这道题为我们指明了正确的方向。学的宽还是窄，这是不同国家不同教育体系在科目设置上的价值体现。我们国家的教育倾向于全面，因为我们的教育强调知识，而学得越全面，知识面则越宽。相反，西方教育强调知识的获得，即学习的过程，这包括各种能力的培养，如想象力、创造力、批判思维、逻辑思维等。这些能力的培养需要建立在学生的个人兴趣和特长上，当学生对某一门课感兴趣或有天赋时，他们会乐意探索并克服困难坚持下去，学习的过程也容易变得愉快而非痛苦。因此，西方国家的大学入学标准相对比较多元，高考成绩只是其中的一项，而且考试科目比我们少。


The major cities in the world are growing fast, along with their problems. What are the problems that young people living in cities are facing with? What are the reasons and how to solve the problems? （2010. 08. 14）


这道题属于report题型，即分析问题解决问题类。同学们在回答第二问“如何解决”的时候，不是每个人都会想到“从大城市迁往小城市”。但是如果我们浏览一下之前相关的旧题，如2008. 08. 09或者2008. 02. 14，就会发现这个措施在两年前就已经被考官埋伏下了：


In some countries, the governments encourage industries and businesses to move out from large cities to regional areas. Do you think that the advantages outweigh the disadvantages? （2008. 08. 09）



Now big cities have many problems. What are these problems? Do you think the government should encourage city residents to move to small cities and towns? （2008. 02. 14）


可是，雅思考试每年有将近50次之多，如何在机经的题海中快速找到相关的题目呢？答案是你需要一个话题机经。


题目分类

雅思写作的话题涉及我们社会生活的各个方面，几乎无所不包，但是从考试题目所涉及的内容看，我们还是可以总结出一些规律：

1. 考题基本不涉及敏感问题，如宗教、政治、人权等。

2. 涉及内容基本上是普通的常识，不会讨论十分专业的问题，因此也不需要特别专业的知识和词汇。因为考生来自不同国家、不同学历和经历、不同专业背景，考题要让大家都有话可说。

3. 话题有与时俱进的趋势，前几年频繁讨论远程教育，近年总是出现网络应用。

4. 某些领域是雅思写作所关注的焦点，包括：教育、科技、文化、政府、环境、媒体6大类。而且每个大话题都有自己相对独立的讨论范畴，如教育话题常常涉及学生的身心发展，而科技的论点主要有提高效率和生产力等。再如，大学功能的讨论算作教育类，而大学学费应该由学生付还是政府付则算作政府类。当然还有一些小的话题，但是出现几率较低。

目前流行的写作机经都是按照时间顺序整理的。如果我们按照内容归类，就会发现更有价值的机经。本书的机经按照六大话题把2007年~2013年的雅思写作学术类大作文分类整理，并将每一大类细分为不同小类（见附录）。这样做的好处有：

1. 可以很明显地看到哪些是重点题目，即那些多次重复出现的题目，如教育类当中的大学功能、远程教育；科技类的国际旅行、跨国运输、网络；政府类的大众健康、老龄化等。知道重点题目，练习就有了侧重，可以做到事半功倍。机经也是我给学生布置作业和预测考试题目的依据。

2. 由于重现的题目会放在一起，这样同学们可以根据旧题新貌的特点，通过广泛阅读相关题目来准确理解题目的意图，不至于偏题、跑题。

3. 按照话题做专项练习可以集中掌握相关论点、词汇、主要句型等。本书第二部分，即第九章至第十三章按照话题做专项讨论，帮助同学们正确回应题目，并快速提高词汇量。

第三章　扣题

议论三要素

雅思大作文的主要形式是议论文，所以议论文的三个基本要素构成第一项评分标准（Task Response）的主要部分。这三个要素分别是position、main idea和supporting idea。Position是立场，是作者的根本观点，如：我赞成高中生毕业后工作或旅行一年。Main idea是分论点，如工作或旅行的好处之一是锻炼独立能力。Supporting idea是支持论据，如：独立能力很重要，对学生的学习和校园生活都非常有益。这三者的关系如同金字塔，塔尖是position，塔的各个侧面是main ideas，塔的底边是supporting ideas。你的立场（position）只有一个，而证明这一观点的理由（main idea）通常有两到三个，而且他们是有角度变化的。理由的展开部分即论证部分，也就是supporting ideas。

首先，明确地亮出自己的立场，并将之贯穿于全文至关重要，千万不要让考官把主体段都读完了还不清楚你的想法。雅思写作中最常见的立场是一边倒，即考生必须对题目中的辩论双方有所选择，表明自己倾向于哪一方。

观点有倾向性并不代表我们的思路有局限性，在这一点上学生容易犯的错误是片面。典型的反面教材是第一章我们分析过的剑7 Test 4的5分例文。这不是理性的一边倒，而是片面地看问题，考官评语为It does not address all parts of the question（没有回应题目的每个部分），在评分标准的第一项Task Response中，这被称为partially address（片面回答）。一边倒并不等于自说自话。在辩论中，作者既要证明自己的观点，同时也要回应对方的观点。也就是说能够站在不同的角度看一个事情，并且能够看到各自的优劣势。第一章我们翻译过的剑5 Test 2、剑3 Test A和剑6 Test B Task 2三篇考官范文都是有倾向性的议论文。虽然考官支持高中毕业后工作或旅行一年的观点，但是在第三段，他也承认这样做的危险。考官认为用电脑太多会对儿童造成负面的影响，同时他也承认电脑技术的重要性；玩耍对孩子很重要，但是有些家长不让孩子玩也是有理由的。这样的论证具有说服力，而这种辩证的能力是迈入大学门槛的基本能力。

除了有倾向性的立场之外，有时我们也会遇到两边都支持的情况，如第一章我们翻译过的剑8 Test 1大作文范文，家庭和学校都有责任教育下一代成为好公民。这种结构适合很多题目，如环境类话题“个人和政府、公司，谁应该负责环境改善的问题”；教育类话题“先天和后天哪个更有影响”；政府类话题“政府资金应该支持科技还是艺术”等。同学们不必担心两边都支持会显得缺乏立场。只要在结论段明确两者之间的关系，即“双方共同作用，但是以不同的形式发生作用”，clear position就会很容易达成。

在分论点（main idea）方面，学生常犯的错误之一是不充分，即证明观点的分论点只有一个，或者看似多个，其实只是一个分论点下不同的表现形式而已，下面是一篇学生例文的立论段，讨论人的流动性增大的优势：


Now because of the improved technology in communication and transport, people in some countries can choose to live and work anywhere they want. Do you think it is good? Do the advantages outweigh the disadvantages? （2009. 01. 17）


The main advantage is that it is now becoming a reality for people to work in the city centre while to live in the countryside enjoying more fresh air. With the rapid development of communication technology and transport, colleagues are now likely to have conferences or discussions on their business affairs via the Internet or by visual telephones, which makes the long journey from home to the work place of no need. Even if they have to go to the work place, convenient planes make it possible within hours no matter where they live. As such, people working in the downtown are able to live in the countryside where there is less pollution without worrying about how to go to their work places.

译文：主要的优势是人们可以在城市中心工作而同时居住在乡下，享受着新鲜的空气，这种情况正逐渐变得现实。随着信息技术和交通的快速发展，现在同事们可以通过网络或可视电话开会或讨论工作，因此上下班的路途变得没有必要。即使人们不得不去工作单位，可乘坐便利的飞机，它在几个小时内就可以飞到任何地方。这样，在城里工作的人可以住在乡下，那里污染少，还不用担心上下班的问题。

这一段洋洋洒洒123个字，语言表达很好，但是分论点（main idea）只有一个：便利。一个方面不能构成一个金字塔，一个理由也无法支撑一个观点。而且，这样的论证方法因凑字数容易使作者变得絮叨。让论证有力度的分论点要有角度变化，如独立性和视野广阔是从能力和经历两个不同视角看a gap year；传统游戏的好处是身体的健康和交际能力的培养；大学的功能是知识的系统学习和学生社会能力的培养；个人支付大学学费的理由是个人受益和促进学习，而政府支付的理由是征税和社会公平。同学们比较一下下面修改后的版本：

Thanks to the development of technology, it is possible for people to communicate with their colleagues at home via the Internet or visual telephones. By contrast with making a long and tiring journey to work, large amounts of time and money are saved. Meanwhile, companies are able to seek for the most talented employees all over the world, without worrying about how to arrange accommodation for workers on business travel. Furthermore, due to the convenient telecommunication equipment, it is of no need for people to surge into big cities, therefore largely easing the crowdedness of metropolises.

译文：由于科技的发展，人们可以在家通过网络和可视电话与同事交流。与奔波疲累的上班方式相反，这种方式节省了大量的时间和金钱。同时，公司可以在全世界范围内招到最有才干的员工，而不必担心出公差的住宿问题。而且，使用方便的电信设备，人们就不必再涌向大城市，从而大大缓解城市的拥挤。

修改后的段落增加了论点：除了便利，公司招人的范围也扩大了，同时还缓解了城市的拥挤。这样的论证才充分有力，而且语言凝练，字数合适。

考生第二个容易犯的错误是扣题不准确，有off-topic之嫌。


Environmental problems are too big for individual countries and individual people to address. In other words, we have reached the stage where the only way to protect the environment is to address it at an international level. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this statement? （2011. 05. 07）


用二元对立的方法分析这道题，如下图：
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请同学们阅读下面的individual countries and people段落，并思考它是否准确扣题。

Although international cooperation is very important, individual countries should take actions to make some changes because different countries have different environmental problems. For instance, in China electricity largely comes from coal burning which emits large amounts of greenhouse gas, while in America, most of carbon dioxide emissions come from automobiles. The technology that one country needs in urgent may not apply to another. In addition, countries should enforce some environmental laws and raise citizens' awareness so as to restore the environment.

译文：虽然国际合作很重要，但是各个国家也应该采取行动做出改变，因为不同的国家有着不同的环境问题。例如：在中国电大部分来源于煤的燃烧，这释放了大量的温室气体；而在美国，大部分的二氧化碳排放来自于汽车。一个国家急需的科技也许不适用于另一个国家。另外，各个国家应该执行环境法，提高公民意识，从而保护环境。

第一句话的方向是正确的，后面举例论证中国和美国面对不一样的环境问题，应该采取各自独立的行动也是扣题的。但是该段落完全忽略了题目中提到的个人。而且，第二个论点——国家应该实施环境法提高公民意识和中心话题（各个国家应该采取行动做出改变）没有相关性，属于偏离题目（off-topic）。

为了准确理解题目，熟悉机经是非常有必要的。环境问题如何解决在2009年反复考过3次，对立面都集中在个人和政府、公司的作用上。


The environmental problem in the world cannot be solved by ordinary people, and governments and large companies should be responsible for this problem. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2009. 10. 31）


在2009年一系列题目中，议论分别围绕个人和政府、公司在环境保护中的作用来展开。以上两道题都是对比个体和集体的作用。区别是2009年的题目里政府属于集体，而2012年的题目中政府属于个体。把政府利用法律手段提高公民意识当做论点是非常正当的，在这两道题里回应的方式应该有所区别。政府作为集体采取法律手段是因为这些事情个人无法做到，而政府作为个体利用法律手段提高公民意识可以实现地区环境的改善。

我们再来分析一个题目：


Many people are afraid to leave home because of crimes. Some believe that more action should be taken to prevent crimes, but others feel little can be done. Discuss both views and give your opinion. （2012. 11. 03）


这道题讨论犯罪能否预防。类似的题目出现在2009. 12. 19。但是对我们更有启发的题目是：


Some people think the best way to reduce crime is to give longer prison sentence. Others, however, think there are better alternative ways to reduce crime. Discuss and give your opinion. （2008. 01. 12）



Sending criminals to prison is not the effective way to deal with them. Education and job training should be used instead. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2008. 09. 18）


在回应这道题时，如果你认为犯罪可以预防，那么应该证明为什么能预防或者如何预防，具体说就是：提高教育质量，加强社区联系等；如果你同意无能为力，那么陈述你的理由。请同学们来诊断下面这个段落是否离题。

Some of optimists support the view that the government should take more determined and precautionary efforts to prevent people from committing crimes in the first place. After all, it would be impossible for people to live in normal lives when they are in constant fear of being robbed on the street or attacked by gangsters. Moreover, in a violent environment where the safety of property cannot be ensured, foreign investment would be limited, and this makes a country fighting against poverty more difficult. Given reasons presented above, the government must do its utmost to minimise the risk of a society being totally disrupted by criminals.

译文：有些乐观人士认为政府应该更坚定、更谨慎地采取行动从根本上阻止犯罪。毕竟人们无法在对抢劫和袭击的恐惧中正常生活。而且在财产不受保护的暴力环境中，外来投资会受到限制，贫困问题更难以解决。基于以上原因，政府必须尽最大努力将罪犯破坏社会的危险降到最低。

这个段落是典型的离题写作，因为它错把题目中作为fact的第一句话当做要论证的观点，而真正的观点句是之后的那句话：我们能够阻止犯罪还是无能为力，而该段落没有做出相应的回答，反而阐述犯罪给社会带来的两个危害：人们无法正常生活；减少外来投资。

2013年雅思写作的题库有了较大的更新，很多题目看起来都是新面孔，导致很多考生审题错误，出现跑题现象。但是如果我们对话题机经足够熟悉，就可以更好地应对这个变化，因为我们有能力识别“新瓶装旧酒，换汤不换药”的把戏。

提纲挈领——如何拟提纲

写作文打底稿是我们从小受到的写作训练，这个方法在雅思写作中也同样重要。由于main ideas不止一个，所以把自己的观点和思路理清然后再下笔是非常有必要的。很多考生觉得写提纲耽误时间，但这是磨刀不误砍柴工的事情，而且也是可以在5分钟之内做到的。本书第九章至第十三章总结了雅思写作主要话题的论点，可以帮助同学们在短时间内完成构思部分。在正式下笔之前，把文章主体部分的论点梳理一下，并且写下来，之后的写作过程将会一气呵成，既保证速度又保证流畅度。为了保证写提纲的时间控制在5分钟之内，注意不要写句子，只写重点词。汉语还是英语都无所谓，只要自己能看懂就好。这里还是先拿第一章分析过的范文为例，拟提纲如下：

主体段的论证方法

在教学中我发现无论是大学生还是中学生，对于某一话题他们都能说出一两个分论点，所以这并不是最大的难点。而对这些分论点进行论述的展开部分（extend and support main ideas）对于中国学生来说却是一个必修的部分。在议论文中常用的论证方法主要有四种：

举例是我们最熟悉的论证方法。如果你想证明一个事情的坏处，可以把这些坏处罗列出来，考官就会很清楚地看到。例如：剑5 Test 2的大作文范文，考官在论述高中毕业生中断学业一年（a gap year），选择工作或者旅游的危险时就用了举例的方法：

However, there are certainly dangers in taking time off at that important age. Young adults may end up never returning to their studies or finding it difficult to readapt to an academic environment. They may think that it is better to continue a particular job or perhaps do something completely different from a university course.

我们可以在很多话题中使用这种方法。但是要注意，雅思的举例论证通常不举实例、特例，而是局限于抽象的例子。雅思写作的文体属于学术论文，必须科学严谨，由于个案不具备普遍性，因此不能作为证据。这也是我们在考官范文中极少见到for example这个表达实例的短语的原因。但是从剑桥官网所给的优秀考生例文来看，举实例也是可以接受的。如果你想证明教师相对于网络教学的优势——监督作用，你最好把老师的监督行为概括为三方面：课堂上，课后作业，与家长的联系：

Only under the supervision of a teacher can students study effectively. To be specific, a teacher always tries to draw students' attention during class and assign them homework to do after school. Generally teachers keep in touch with the parents in order to ensure that proper learning is taking place.

In addition to academic knowledge, a university is supposed to equip students with many other skills, including leadership and organizing skills developed by working for students' union, cooperation and social skills gained through participation in various clubs in campus.

同学们不必担心这些表达太短。分论点的展开部分不必太长，通常30~40字最好，大概1~2句话，太长就会被扣上overdevelop的帽子。如整个段落只有一个分论点，论证过程肯定冗长。因果论证的句子通常短小，同学们重点注意句型的变化，即在一篇文章中不要重复同样的句型，尤其是在report题型中的解释原因段。以上的句子还可以这样写：

1. Only under the supervision of a teacher can students study effectively due to the fact that teenagers often lack self-discipline.

2. The importance of a teacher's supervision is attributed to students' lack of self-discipline.

3. Students' lack of self-discipline contributes to the importance of a teacher's supervision.

对比论证法，即通过和反方的对比来突出强调自己的观点。虽然剑5 Test 2的题目中并没有提及高中毕业后直接上大学，但是为了证明a gap year的好处，考官通过对比直接上大学的坏处（知识和经验局限）与工作或旅游的好处（视野开阔）来达成此目的：

A young adult who passes directly from school to university is rather restricted in terms of general knowledge and the experience of the world. By contrast, those who take time to earn a living or travel to other places have a broader view of life and better personal resources to draw on.

对比关系除了对立，还有类比：

Compared with wealth and material success, emotions and loving personal relationships are more important in achieving happiness.

在老师的监督作用方面，我们同样可以用这种方法来对比由老师面授的传统教学和网络教学：

Only under the supervision of a teacher can students study effectively. A computer can easily distract students due to the user's tendency to engage in on-line games, a chat with friends, and a host of other non-productive pastimes. By contrast, a teacher always tries to draw every student's attention through interactions in class.

2012. 7. 28的对立面是arts和other important areas，而2012. 09. 15的对立面是rather than左右两边的scientific research和research for less useful subjects，本质上前者other important areas的一部分对应后者的scientific research；前者的arts对应后者的less useful subjects。类似的题目还有2011. 11. 05和2011. 07. 16。除了主要部分相似，这两道题目的中心话题有细微的不同之处：improve life VS postgraduate research。

下面是提纲：

● Scientific research:

1. 当然科学研究可以直接产生看得见的成果，如产品或技术，可以提高人民的生活水平；

2. 科研的成果会提高生产力；

3. 医学研究可以提高大众健康水平和寿命

但是：只支持科学研究，而不顾人们其他方面的需求会导致社会畸形发展，最终也会制约科技的发展。

● Less useful subjects such as arts:

1. 艺术与人们的情感和价值观相关，这是人们行为的核心部分；

2. 艺术培养人的创造和创新能力；

3. 艺术是娱乐休闲方式，艺术是感情和精力释放的安全方式；

4. 艺术促进不同文化和民族间的理解，稳定社会的发展；

5. 社会科学如哲学、历史、人类学等加深人们对人类自身的理解和对未来的健康发展的规划。

举例练习（convenient）：

Students do not need to travel to school or attend classes in person at a fixed time if they register a distance-learning programme. This convenience means much to some groups of people with special needs to get education, such as full time workers who are busy working, mothers who have to take care of their baby, disabled people or those who admire to access a foreign university but cannot leave their homeland.

因果练习（cheap price）：

The lower tuition fee is attributed to the exclusion of teaching facilities, bills and some services.

Students do not need to travel to school or accommodation to live, therefore/so that their living expense is saved.

The running cost of a school is largely saved so that the tuition fee of distance learning is much lower than a typical programme.

对比练习（facilities）：

Compared with a single computer, a variety of teaching facilities, such as laboratories, libraries, sports equipment and the playground in college, students are more ready to do various experiments and physical exercises.

反证练习（social experience和immediate response）

If students do not contact with their peers and share experiences, how can they develop their social skills and become a good member of the society. Students may lower their learning efficiency without immediate communication with the teachers.


第四章　连贯与衔接


大作文的第二项标准（CC）是对论证过程的评价。本章从论点的组织（idea organisation）是否有清晰的过程（clear progression）、是否有效使用了连接手段（cohesive devices）；指示代词（referencing）是否明确，段落划分（paragraphing）是否合理、每段是否有中心论点（central topic）等方面进行了详细的讲解。



段落的写法

在写文章之前，我们需要首先练习段落的写法。典型的雅思作文主体段落通常会有一个能够统领全段的主题句，表明该段落的中心观点，其位置一般置于段首。主题句的作用如同指明方向的旗帜，决定一个段落的论证方向。之后的主体部分都是对于主题句的展开和支持，通常涵盖2~3个分论点以及每个分论点的论据，目的是从不同角度来证明主题句。这些都是第三章所讲的“议论三要素”在段落内的体现。下面是非常典型的段落结构，具有明显的议论三要素。

Working at home benefits workers in many ways. Firstly, they do not have to travel to their workplace at rush hours or worry about being late. Transport fare is not a consideration any more. Secondly, teleworkers are easier to balance their work and personal life because they have a more flexible timetable. This is especially important for those who have children and elder family members to take care of. In addition, when people are allowed to work at home, they can choose anywhere they like to live. Location is no longer a restriction.

只看上面段落的第一句话，我们就可以预测整个段落的大致内容，这就是主题句的作用。该段连接手段比较简单明了，连接了三个分论点，其中第二点“平衡家庭和生活”有支持论据，because解释并举例说明具体受益人。

Watching TV too much can lead to a number of problems. Firstly, it is bad for children's health. For example, they tend to have poor eyesight and a weak body. Secondly, if children spend too much time watching TV, they would have less opportunity to interact with their peers. This can contribute to their feeling of loneliness and isolation from the society. Watching TV too long can have another negative effect on children who may become less active mentally because TV is considered as an inactive activity by many researches.

上面段落的第一句话同样具备概括整段大意的作用。第一个分论点有举例支持；第二个分论点有假设推导；最后一个分论点用another连接，相对显得更灵活一些。

Transporting food across nations benefits some people. Consumers have more choice when buying food in a supermarket and they take in more nutrients compared with people who only eat local foods. This is especially important for those people who live in a cold place, desert or mountainous areas. Farmers are also happy with exporting their products to other countries because they have larger international market and as a result, they make more money. In addition, air companies make large profit from transporting goods and therefore increase the employment rate of a region.

上面的段落虽然没有明显的连接手法，但是它从consumer、farmer和air company三个角度来阐述食物运输的好处。通过这三个论点连接的手段虽然比较隐晦，但是读起来仍然流畅通顺。

让步和反驳段通常是学生的难点，这主要归因于我们以前学习议论文时片面强调立场鲜明、论证有力，只要证明自己的观点即可。典型的议论文结构基本上如下图所示：

雅思写作强调辩证思维，即事物总是有多面性。考生除了要证明自己，另外还要回应对方，因此多出一个让步反驳段。

让步反驳段有自己的特点。首先让步部分的语气和立论段是不一样的。例如第一章我们分析过的剑5 Test 2的考官范文，立论段的语气相对要肯定一些，而在让步段考官却反复用may这个词：

Young adults may end up never returning to their studies or finding it difficult to readapt to an academic environment. They may think that it is better to continue in a particular job, or to do something completely different from a university course.

其次，让步和反驳都有自己的标志词。如：

However, there are certainly dangers in taking time off at this important age……But overall, I think this is less likely today, when academic qualifications are essential for getting a reasonable job.

其中certainly是让步的标志，言下之意，“当然您的说法也有一定的道理”。But很明显是反驳的标志，“但是您的道理有破绽之处”。让步反驳的其他标志词如下：

衔接手段

根据第二项评分标准的要求，雅思写作讲究意义的连贯性与论证的逻辑性。毕竟这是议论文，而不是记叙文或散文，条理清晰是一个很重要的特征。有些语言基础较好的学生，从考场下来自我感觉良好，但成绩出来却很受打击。他们非常困惑，不知道问题出在哪里。如果扣题没有问题的话，通常他们的短板就是条理性不够。而对于那些英语基础较弱的同学来说，最佳的应考策略就是扣题准确和逻辑清楚，这样可以弥补语言方面的不足。一篇文字简单但意思明了的文章获得5分还是没有问题的。那么条理性具体如何体现和实现呢？

段落间的衔接

关于衔接，首先让我们关注段与段之间的联系，这一点影响文章的整体性。学术论文通常都有严格的结构，四段式是雅思议论文最常见的结构：
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有的人把立论段写成两段，以突出强调自己的观点，显示清晰立场。我认为这样做容易导致正反议论的不平衡。第一章我们分析过6分考生例文“competition”，其中立论段远大于让步段，被考官评价为overdeveloped。还有的文章主体部分完全没有让步反驳，只有立论，如第一章的5分例文，这样的文章即使主体部分写三段，也是逃不掉partial address（部分回应题目）和lose mark（扣分）的下场。

立论段和让步段的顺序是灵活的，谁在前都可以。而它们之间的对立关系却始终不变。剑5 Test 2和剑6 Test B的大作文范文立论段在前，让步段在后，让步段开头用however和in spite of this转折；而剑3 Test A的大作文范文让步段在前，立论段在后，转折词仍旧用however。

虽然笔者一直反对模板教学，但是针对题目的问法，回应的方式却是有章可循的。这个“章”最明显地体现在每一段的主题句上，它为每一段指明前进的方向，并指明每一段和上一段的关系。针对不同的提问方式，可以用不同的主题句来回应。首先，agree/disagree题目是最常见的题型，其特点之一是通常有极端表达，如every day、every one、all、only，或否定词，如do not、cannot、will not等，而这常常是我们反驳的靶子。这个特点决定这种题型的常见回应方式是先让步后立论。如下表第一题，是否同意小孩子的娱乐活动必须是有教育意义的，考官范文先肯定家长这样想的理由，用of course、they are right这样的表达引入让步段；然后用however转入反驳：这样的父母是被误导了的；之后再用It is important to remember进入立论部分，论证“玩”的重要性。第二题的极端表达是everyone，回应时可以先承认国际公司的好处，用It is true引导，然后反驳并非人人都会受益，之后再论证哪些人受到了负面的影响。第三题的表达同样很极端，我们仍然可以先承认网络博物馆的可行性，然后反驳说这并不等于博物馆失去了他们的存在价值，后面则论述博物馆的具体价值。

分论点间的衔接

关于先天和后天的作用，剑5 Test 4的考官范文认为天赋与后天境遇互相作用，共同决定了人的性格。这个想法如果用下面的简图表示会更加明了。在这个清晰的思路下写作，语言也更容易表达得清晰简洁。
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The traits we inherit from our parents and the situations and experiences that we encounter in life are constantly interacting. It is the interacting of the two that shapes a person's personality and dictates how that personality develops.

关于运动员的高工资，剑6 Test 2的大作文考官范文认为其合理性存在于四个方面，图示如下：
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基于这样的平行关系，语言表述可以简练一些。

Competition is constant and a player is Test ed every time they perform in their relatively short career. The pressure from the media is intense and there is little privacy out of the spotlight. All of the factors may justify the huge earnings.

关于老师在面对面教学中的弹性，可以这样演示其手段（如下图）：通过提问来判断学生的问题，再根据问题调整教学，如此循环往复。
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基于以上的逻辑，可以有以下两种不同的写作顺序，顺时针或逆时针。

Compared to a pre-designed computer programme, a teacher is flexible at class. He can obtain immediate feedback from students' answers to his questions, and thereby identifying their strength and weakness and adjusting his instruction.

A teacher can adjust his instruction according to the students' weakness and strength identified from their answers to the questions which are carefully designed in order to obtain immediate feedback from the students. This flexibility of a teacher cannot be compared by a pre-designed computer programme.

顺时针写，连接词用的比较少，而逆时针写，句子比较复杂，连接手段要求更高。无论怎样，两种写法都可以清晰表达同样的意义，关键是逻辑顺序是合理的。

根据上面的分析，我们来看几篇学生习作并修改没有条理性的句子顺序。

第一篇学生习作：孩子不适合网络学习。

4. If you allow your kids to learn only via the Internet, they will play all day.

5. studying without a teacher's supervision cannot be imagined.

句子拆分之后可以看出作者认为网络学习不适合儿童的原因有两个：一是网络信息有好有坏，二是儿童缺乏自控力。但是第四句“孩子贪玩”和第三句“网络信息有好有坏”没有关系，而和第二句“年轻人不集中精力学习”有关系。第一句和第三句都提到网络的特点，应该联系起来。所以原文可以按照1-3-2-4-5的顺序初步修改如下：

Because the young people cannot always concentrate on their studies, if you allow your kids to learn only via the Internet, they will play all day. So, studying without a teacher's supervision cannot be imagined.

顺序调整之后，还可以在连接词的使用上再做改善，使整个段落的意思更加清晰：

Besides, young people cannot always concentrate on their studies；hence, they may play all day under no supervision. So, studying without a teacher's supervision cannot be imagined.

3. so people can eat in season foods in different areas and this improves material life.

4. Therefore, the gap between the rich and the poor regions is decreased,

6. In addition, as the result of amelioration of transportation speed, more and more foods are rapidly transported from all over the world, so the amelioration of transport can stimulate local agricultural productivity.

3. 第五句前不着村后不着店，应该和第二句“刺激全球经济”有关。

4. 第六句“生产力提高”也和出口有关系，而不仅仅是因为运输速度提高。

根据以上的分析，这段文字可以按照1-2-5-6-4-3的顺序改写如下。连接词缺少逻辑性，也做了较大的修改。注意：逻辑决定了连接词，而不是连接词决定逻辑。

第五章　词汇的质与量


语言水平在雅思写作中占了很重要的地位，其中词汇是最基础的部分，它是语法和句型的组成成分，因此被所有的老师所重视，也成为教学的主要内容，学生也花了很大的精力学习词汇。但是每当笔者看到学生手拿词汇书按字母表一个一个从A背起的时候，就为他们感到着急。这要背到哪天啊？就算是意志力超强，把整本书背过了，也不一定都会用，这对写作又有什么帮助呢？

在雅思写作中，考官如何评价一篇文章的词汇量呢？词汇的评分标准分质与量两个方面。第一是量，看你用了多少less common的词汇，也就是所谓的高级词汇。在文章中高级词汇用得越多显得你的词汇量越大。例如：people living in poverty就比poor people看起来更学术，所显示出来的词汇量是有很大差别的。所以学生常常被鼓励使用高级词汇，有些人甚至刻意用一些生僻的词汇来代替简单得被学生不屑一顾的词汇。曾经一个学生用puber来代替student。然而，这里存在一个前提，你的词汇用得对吗？这就是词汇的质，它包括词义、词性和搭配的正确性。如果有一项不对，那么高级词汇的使用是没有任何意义的，只是一堆没有逻辑的词汇罗列，达不到交流的目的，考官也看不懂。最终在这一项上的评分只能按照你使用正确的词汇来评估你的量。



词义、词性与搭配是词汇的质

有些学生对词汇的理解是非常片面的。他们通常只知道词义，查词用手机里只有汉语意思的简明词典，然后按照汉语的思维一一对应地翻译成英文。结果写出来的句子让人难以理解！

掌握一个词分几个层面，首先是词义，这在任何英汉词典里都可以查到。问题是一个英语词汇通常有多个汉语词义的选择，哪一个合适呢？第二是词性。这和语法有关，因为只有知道词性才能造出合乎语法的句子。如名词可以作主语、宾语；动词可以作谓语；形容词可以放在名词前；副词是用来修饰动词和形容词的。在学生的作文中常常出现这样的错误表达advance technology（先进科技）。而“先进科技”的正确表达应是advanced technology, 因为advanced是形容词，而advance是动词或名词。通过分析下列常用词汇的词性使用，同学们可以增加对词性的理解。

词汇的第三个层面是搭配。词的搭配都是比较固定的，需要同学们日常积累。如the advancement of technology, 介词的使用是不恰当的，应该说the advancement in technology。再如小作文中有的同学常常写出这样的句子The percentage increased dramatically from 1990 and 2000. ，这句话在词的搭配方面存在问题，你可以说from 1990 to 2000，也可以说between 1990 and 2000；又如The gap between the rich and the poor is bigger, 这句话有什么搭配问题呢？gap不会跟big连用，而是搭配wide或者narrow。那么怎么知道搭配正确与否呢？在词典的例句里寻找是个好方法，所以同学们需要用有例句的大词典。

介词搭配是常常令同学们迷惑的语法，因为介词比较抽象，而且我们汉语又没有相应的语法。最容易用错的介词也是最简单的介词，如in、on、at、of, 它们通常都有多方面的意义和搭配。下面是常用的介词及其搭配。

如何快速提高词汇量？

雅思写作要想达到6分，多大的词汇量才够呢？一般情况下，高中词汇量就可以。这里需要区分两个概念，阅读词汇量并不等于写作词汇量。你的阅读词汇量可能有4000~5000词，但是在写作中你能够想起并真正用对的词汇可能只有1000多个，因为阅读对词汇的要求较低，只要知道词义就可以达到理解的目的。但是写作对词汇的要求包括了以上提到的三个方面，所以写作词汇量总是大大低于阅读词汇量。也就是说不管你练习了多少作文，所显示出来的词汇量可能始终低于2000。在笔者看来，写作训练的过程就是快速开发学生的阅读词库并使之转化为写作词库的过程，而不是要求学生背诵更多的生词。

那么如何快速提高词汇量呢？笔者认为最好的方法是按照话题来练习写作，通过集中练习同一种话题，高频的较专业词汇就会凸显，从而便于记忆。如教育类话题是考试中出现最频繁的，那么集中练习3~4篇此类作文，就可以快速记住很多相关的词汇，从而更好地展示自己的词汇量。本书附录部分的话题词汇表是专门按照雅思常考话题对高频词汇所做的总结归类，对于那些词汇量较低的同学尤其有帮助。另外，本书第九章至第十三章的练习都是按照话题类别来展示的。每一章的范文都会给出相应的词汇库，以供同学们快速记忆和提炼使用。同学们的词汇量会在学习后半本书的过程中得到最大幅度地提高。

在正确使用词汇的基础上，想要获取高分的学生需要更上一层楼，尽量准确用词。当然越准确的词越less common。有的老师不允许学生使用good这个词，因为它太common。那么是不是越偏僻的词越好呢？根据我们刚才讲的，当然不是。那么我们应该用什么词才好呢？这需要借助语境。如果形容食物，可以用tasty、delicious；如果形容人，可以用kind、warm、honest、trustworthy、sincere；如果形容服装，fashionable、stylish、classic、elegant都是很准确的表达。下面这段话也是非常有代表性的例文，其中有三处重复money这个词。如何改善呢？绝大多数学生的做法是用同义词替换，但是money的同义词非常有限，如cash、dollar、capital、fund，同时这些词也难以和spend搭配。最好的方法是根据它们各自所在的语境重新考虑相应的准确表达。

First, big companies spend much money on economic development instead of environment improvement. If companies use the money to develop new technologies for environment, these problems would be easy to solve. Besides, government policy affects people and companies' behaviour. 第六章　句型与语法


句型与语法是评分标准的最后一项。在第一章我们曾分析过剑5 Test 2的范文，乍看起来不算难懂，但却不得不感叹其句型的变化多端。仔细研究考官范文就会发现并列句、被动句、It is+adj. +for sb. to do sth. 、复合句、非谓语等五大句型的出现频率相对较高，这些句型既有简单句也有复合句，关键是学生要有句子多样化的概念。

雅思写作需要掌握一定量的句型，顺序是从简单句到复合句，再到特殊句型。基础较弱的同学不要急于写复杂句。那么语法从何入手呢？大部头的语法书通常令人望而却步，最简单快速的方法就是通过例句来掌握句子结构。



简单句

简单地说，简单句有“主谓（宾）”和“主系表”两种结构。在此基础之上增加的其他成分都是起限定或修饰作用，目的是使句子表达更准确或生动。好比一粒种子在土里发芽，长出根、枝、叶、花。请看下面的句子。

1. 主谓（宾）：名词+动词（+名词）（主语用单下划线表示，谓语用双下划线表示，宾语用波浪线表示）

The world is changing. （世界在变化。）

Their adult world will be changing. （成年人的世界在变化。）

Their adult world will be changing constantly. （成年人的世界在不断变化。）

Their adult world will be changing constantly in terms of technology. （成年人的世界在技术方面不断变化。）

第一句话只有主语和谓语，句子信息量很少，意思不明确；而增加限定成分之后句子的意思才逐渐饱满起来。如“谁的世界在变化？缓慢的变化还是快速的变化？在哪方面的变化？”等。但是无论增加了多少的限定信息，上面所有句子的主干始终是一致的。下面的主谓宾句子也是同样的道理。在第一句之后需要添加诸如“接触什么？鼓励孩子如何？”这些信息才能表达更加完整的意思。

情态动词

情态动词的语法规则非常简单，其难点在于准确使用。看看下面的句子存在什么问题：

If you allow your kids to learn only via the Internet, they will play every day. （过于肯定）

最常用的情态动词包括：would、may、can、could。另外be likely、tend to虽然不是情态动词，但是意思近似。同学们要谨慎使用的是should和will，因为他们的语气比较强硬和过于肯定。上面的句子可以将will改为may或者can，更加合适的说法是are very likely to，因为孩子缺乏自律，所以网络学习的结果通常会变成玩耍。

情态动词体现的另一个特点是英国传统文化中所崇尚的谦虚和谨慎。无论是口语还是正式的论文，语言的表达都倾向于保守态度。例如，剑5 Test 2 Task 2考官范文中的最后一句话Taking a year off may be the best way to gain this. 在这个结论段，作者已经明确了自己的立场，但是他仍然说may be，而不是is，因为这样不会显得太傲慢。在第三段的反驳句里（This is less likely today when... ），作者也没有用unlikely来强硬地反驳对方。这和我们在高中写议论文时所信奉的“旗帜鲜明，立场坚定，语气自信”正好相反。这种微妙的文化差异需要同学们细细体会。


常见语法错误

很多学生的写作成绩始终在5~6分之间徘徊，主要原因是语法错误太多。学生们常犯的语法错误其实并不是什么难点，大多是初中的语法内容。但是在写作的过程中，学生们的注意力集中在内容的表达上，而忽视了形式；另外中英语法有很多的差异也是一个原因，例如“狗是人类的朋友”这句话不能译为Dog is human's friend，而需要考虑名词的使用规则以及主谓一致规则，应译为Dogs are human's friends. 在时间紧迫的情况下，这些简单的语法规则就无暇顾及了。如果写作速度快的话，可以留出检查的时间，那么至少有一半的错误能够检查出来。常见的语法错误归纳起来有以下几种：

名词使用错误

（参见第五章）

主谓不一致

（参见第五章）

There be句型

There are people believe that increasing sports facilities is the best way of improving the public health.

Some people believe this is the best solution. （不用there be句型）

叠句

复合句中的主句和从句都必须有独立且完整的主谓（宾）或主系表成分，不能出现一个成分既作前一句的宾语又作后一句的主语这种情况，即“主谓宾谓宾”或“主谓宾系表”的结构。请看下面的句子。

错误：He is the one love me. （the one既作he is的表语，又作love me的主语）

正确：He is the one who loves me.

错误：Studying math can nurture some Intelligence, and potential talent, it means students who study math may develop logic and abstract thinking abilities meanwhile studying philosophy can train their communicative skills and cognitive skills because students can understand more about others and express themselves better.

上面的文字只有一个句点，而实际上表达的内容却有多层含义。注意：Meanwhile是副词，而不是连词；it虽然指代前面的内容，但是前后是两个完整的句子，不可以用逗号隔开，可以用并列句或定语从句。

正确：Studying math can nurture some intelligence, and potential talent and this means students who study math may develop logic and abstract thinking abilities. Meanwhile studying philosophy can train their communicative skills and cognitive skills because students can understand more about others and express themselves better.

语法错误修改实例：

Studying abroad has many virtues. above all, students overseas study can stimulate economy of the other country and enhance communication with each other. In addition, study overseas can be shared educational resource by students, such as educational infrastructures and famous teachers. Importantly, going abroad to study could broaden students`horizons and nurture independence. 第七章　开头段和结尾段


一篇完整的议论文包括主体段、开头段和结尾段。虽然开头段和结尾段篇幅不长，通常少于50字，或者至少不超过主体段的字数，但是它的作用不可小视。第一段给考官留下的第一印象影响整体的分数；结尾段应从容收场，如果简单重复，你的目标是6分以下就不会有什么影响；但如果你志在高分，结尾段切不可草草了事。如果把主体段比作拆卸玩具汽车的过程，而结尾段就是重新拼装。



开头段

中国大陆地区的雅思考生数量自不必说，考官的阅卷任务之重也可以想象，应该不亚于高考，因为每篇作文的阅卷时间大概2~3分钟。为了给考官留下较好的印象，第一段应尽可能杜绝语法错误；追求高分的同学在开头段应尽量原创，不落俗套，以免考官阅卷疲劳。

大多数学生的开头段都非常呆板，如：

题目：Detailed descriptions of crimes are often given in the newspaper or on TV. Some people think it has bad consequences on the society and so should be restricted. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2008. 08. 16）


开头段：Nowadays, whether detailed descriptions of crimes can be put on TV has triggered a controversial debate. People have divergent opinions about this issue. While some people support, some disagree. In my opinion, I agree with the former.

造成以上开头段过于呆板的原因是套用模板或模板句型。而模板和模板句型可以帮助没有接受过严谨的学术写作训练的中国学生快速上手，尤其是开头段的写作。但是大陆地区的考官对此早已厌倦，且西方文化赞赏个性和独特性，而模板恰恰与此背道而驰。在第一章我们已经分析过几篇考官范文，同学们能够看出任何模式吗？显然不能。但是出于教学的方便考虑，老师总结一些规律性的东西对于初学者却是必要的。当学生熟练掌握基本规律之后，则可以自由发挥，突显个性与创意。

针对雅思写作这种简单的学术类议论文，开头段的主要目的是简要介绍要讨论的话题，即题目，但不可以照抄原题，否则不算字数。开头段大致包含以下三个部分：

中心话题：这是必要部分，可以用题目改写的方法来介绍话题，表明你是如何理解题目的。

背景介绍：为了不让话题出现得太突然，可以在前面用背景句来引入，即话题的缘由，或者这个话题为什么重要。通常题目中的fact可以作为背景句。多看相关题目也会帮助我们找到背景句。但是一定注意背景句不要太泛，要尽量具体和有针对性，以便更自然地连接后面的中心话题。

两个对立面：这是针对题目二元对立的特点。通常在表述时可以完全同意，或者同意半句、反驳半句；也可以客观陈述，不表明个人立场。另外，这部分需要同学们有同义转述的技巧，这不仅仅是简单的同义词替换。

下面我们按照题型来写开头段。如果按照提问方式来归纳，雅思写作中出现频率最高的是agree or disagree题目。此类题目二元对立的表现形式有两个特点，第一个特点：“支持A否定B”。例如：


The environment problems facing today's world are so great that there is little ordinary people can do to improve the situation. Government and large companies should be responsible for reducing the amount of damage being done to the environment. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2009. 10. 31）


按照“一个话题，两个对立面”的方法分析得到下图：
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中心话题是“谁负责环境改善的问题”，对立双方是“个人”和“政府/公司”，其中前者被否定，后者被支持。那么这个话题是如何引起的呢？可能是环境持续恶化，也可能是个人没有切实参与环境保护（参考2008. 09. 13）。那么开头段可以这样写：

Although environmental issues have long been a public concern, insufficient efforts have actually been made. Who should take the responsibility has triggered a heated controversy. It is true that a government or a company exerts more influence on the environment. However, it is hard to accept that individuals have little to contribute.

第一句介绍背景：虽然大家长期关心环境问题，但实际上却没有做出充分的努力；has triggered a heated controversy前面的部分——谁应该负起责任——即中心话题；题目观点只能同意一半，It is true同意政府和公司应该负起责任；However反驳个人可以无所事事。同义替换有：be responsible for—take the responsibility；ordinary people—individuals。


Some people think sending criminals to prison is not an effective way to deal with them. Education and training are better. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2008. 09. 18）


按照“一个话题，两个对立面”的方法分析得到下图：
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这道题讨论犯罪问题，即如何改造罪犯；对立双方是“监狱”和“教育/培训”，其中前者被否定，后者被支持。那么是什么事情引起的这个讨论呢？可能是犯罪率的提高；如果同学们看过2009. 06. 13的题目，就会比较容易想到更有可能是重复犯罪引起了人们对监狱功能的质疑。请看下面的开头段：

As repeated crimes occur increasingly, how to reform criminals has given rise to a debate. Certainly education and training are effective ways. But I do not believe that prison has lost its function.

As引导背景：重复犯罪持续发生，give rise to a debate前面的部分——如何改造罪犯——是中心话题；题目观点只能同意一半，certainly表示同意教育和培训的有效性；But反驳监狱没用。同义替换有：deal with—reform；not effective—lost function。

以上开头段可以看到的重复句型及其变化形式如下：

trigger a controversy=give rise to a debate

It is true=certainly

however=but

It is hard to accept=I do not believe


It has been believed people who read books for pleasure have developed better imagination and language skills than people who prefer to watch TV for fun. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2009. 05. 16/2013. 01. 05）


本题围绕如何发展想象力和语言能力，分别讨论读书和看电视。讨论的缘起很明显是电视取代了读书。作者倾向于同意题目的观点：支持读书，反对看电视。请看下面的开头段，虽然看不到模板句型，但是三个组成部分还是非常清楚的。

Since the invention of TV sets, reading books has lost its popularity. Instead, an increasing number of people including children are becoming couch potatoes. However, in terms of the development of imagination and language skills, I agree that such tradition as reading is more effective than watching TV.

该开头段的同义替换有：watch TV—couch potatoes；better—more effective。


Advertising usually encourages consumers to buy a product or service in quantity rather than promoting in quality. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2012. 07. 07）


本题围绕广告讨论其对质量与数量的影响，其中数量被肯定，质量被否定。

Advertising is widely believed to promote consumption. But whether it enhances the quality of products is under question. The relationship between advertising and product quality has been intensely debated nowadays.

本段例文缺少立场阐述部分，但对立面已经在背景和话题部分出现了。Quantity转述为consumption。

刚开始学习写作的同学最好模仿上面的模式练习，然后逐渐建立自己的风格。不要单纯地以为一个套句可以闯天下。追求高分的学生最终要抛弃模板句型，显示个人的原创能力。上面的两个开头段（2009. 10. 31；2008. 09. 18）可以写得更自由和个性化：

Nobody would deny the importance of protecting the environment, but when it comes to taking practical actions, many of us become idlers and leave the responsibility to the government and large companies. I cannot agree with such an irresponsible attitude although I admit the mandatory duties of the authorities and companies.

译文：没人会否认保护环境的重要性，但是当需要采取实际行动的时候，我们很多人就变成了游手好闲者，而把这个责任推给了政府和大公司。虽然我承认政府和公司有不可推卸的义务，但是我并不同意上面这种不负责任的态度。

The increase of repeated crimes has forced us to question the function of prison. While prison surely is the place for criminals to be punished, there should be alternative ways of reforming criminals and combatting crime more effectively, and I believe education and job training are the promising ones.

译文：重复犯罪的增加迫使我们质疑监狱的功能。监狱的确是惩罚罪犯的地方，但是应该有其他改造罪犯和打击犯罪的更有效的方式。我相信教育和工作培训是有希望的方法。


Agree/Disagree支持A否定B练习

The spread of multinational companies and globalisation produces positive effects on everyone. To what extent do you agree or disagree? （2012. 02. 09）


这道题有很明显的极端表达everyone, 这就是我们反驳的点，而everyone之前的部分即全球化的积极影响是可以同意的。背景和话题可以合并为一句。开头段可以这样写：

Globalisation driven by international companies has become an irreversible trend and it is widely deemed to have positive effects on human life. However, this view is opposed by some people who regard it as negative development.


The typical teaching situation of a teacher and students in a classroom will not exist by the year of2050. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this statement? （2010. 12. 18）


这道题的极端表达是not exist, 肯定不能同意；但是可以承认传统教学方式的确有一些功能会被网络教学所取代。话题和对立面可以合并为一句。开头段可以这样写：

Traditionally students take classes in a classroom from a teacher. Nowadays, they are able to obtain knowledge at home via the Internet. Nevertheless, this does not mean the end of traditional way of delivering education.


Some people think that developments of technology make people's life more complex. But others believe that people should choose a simpler life without using technologies. To what extent do you agree? （2012. 02. 18）


without using technologies显然是极端表达，a simpler life当然应该提倡。开头段可以这样写：

Technology is supposed to benefit us human, but it is also true that it does some harm meantime to the environment, public health, cultural diversity and so forth. Therefore some people advocate going back to traditional lifestyle, totally without technology. 由于时间关系，很多学生的结尾段写得过于简单和重复，考官会明显地感觉到考生的仓促和草草了事，这有伤文章的整体感，影响第二项评分标准；相反，如果能够对文章进行综合概括或者解决题目中的矛盾，那么一个漂亮的收尾一定会为文章增加分量。

结尾段的作用就是对主体段的论证做个总结，所以总结主体段的内容并阐明作者的观点是结尾段的主要部分。作者的观点需要对题目中的两个对立面做出明确的回应，如何选择或协调双方矛盾的。到底是上大学还是在家接受远程教育？支持食物的跨国运输还是反对？出国旅游还是在家看旅游节目？鼓励孩子玩传统游戏还是现代游戏？当然在主体段我们的观点已经让读者充分体会到了，但是结论还是要明确表态。即使我们没有单一的标准，如两者都各有利弊，我们仍需说明支持两者的不同条件。这个章节一定要在主体部分已经成型之后练习，因为没有主体部分就没法总结。结尾段常用的标志词或表达：To sum up、To conclude、Overall、Generally speaking、The main point is... 、My personal view is that... 常见的结尾方法有：

单边倒：完全倾向一边的观点。


In some countries young people are encouraged to work or travel for a year between finishing high school and starting university studies. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages for young people who decide to do this? （剑5 Test 2）


My view is that young people should be encouraged to broaden their horizons. That is the best way for them to get a clear perspective of what they are hoping to do with their lives and why. Students with such a perspective are usually the most effective and motivated ones and taking a year off may be the best way to gain this.

这篇文章的主体部分阐述gap year的优劣势，其中优势包括broader view of life、better personal resources and more independent。结尾部分作者首先阐明自己的立场，但是broaden their horizons相关但有别于主体段的broader view of life。然后作者继续总结，同样的，clear perspective对应主体段的experience和personal resource；effective和motivated对应independent。注意：这段结论完全没有提到gap year的危险。

To sum up, transporting daily goods across the world can enrich material life, offer more options to consumers and promote international trade. But it also damages the environment and consumes precious energy resources. 这道题的主体段分别论述食物运输的优劣势，结论段用“虽然……但是……”的句型先让步优点“丰富物质生活，给消费者更多选择，促进国际贸易”，然后转折进入缺点“破坏环境，消耗能源”。这些都是对主体段论点的压缩。Therefore后面阐明一边倒的立场，即主张本地生产本地食用。但是并非绝对，with the exception后面留了一个小小的例外。


Some people think modern games can help children to develop a wide range of skills, but other people argue that traditional games can be much better for developing such skills. Discuss both views and give your own opinion. （2008. 11. 29）


My view is that computer games, which are popular now though, should be limited to children. They can be used as a supplementary（补充的）form of leisure activity to traditional ones. Personally I think that the government, large companies and individuals all should take the responsibility of tackling the environmental issues. While the public rely on the proper guidance of the government, the political wills depend on the involvement of average people and factory products end up with individual consumers.

第八章　Report题型的特别之处

题目特点及范文分析

雅思大作文有两类：议论文和report。议论文的特点是对某个话题有对立双方的辩论；而report题目提出一个问题，要求考生分析原因并提供解决措施。请观察以下题目的共同之处：


Happiness is considered very important in life. Why is it difficult to define? What factors are important in achieving happiness? （剑4 Test 2）



In many countries schools have severe problems with student behaviour. What do you think are the cause of this? What solutions can you suggest? （剑4 Test 4）


与议论文不同，report题型没有对立双方。典型的report总是提出两个问题，而且以特殊疑问句的形式出现。分析原因（reason）和解决问题（solution）是最常见的问题形式。

雅思写作中report类作文通常占到四分之一的比重。2010年考过12次，2011年12次，2012年上半年6次。相对于议论文，report题型出现几率小，所以没有得到老师和学生的足够重视，同时还产生了各种误区，如reason和solution的比重问题，以及对于此类作文的畏惧心理。下面我们通过分析一篇典型的report题（剑4 Test 4）的考官范文来彻底解决这个问题。

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措施部分结构如下：
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通过以上分析可知，我们要对solution给予足够重视。目前的普遍做法——把原因当作主体，解决方法占最后一小段——是不正确的。除了上面分析的范文之外，剑4 Test 2考官范文也是一个重视solution的有力证据。这篇文章讨论幸福难定义的原因和哪些因素影响幸福的获得，文章的整体安排是一段解释原因，三段叙述方法。
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总的来说，report题型的段落结构可以分为原因和解决方法两大部分：原因部分写1~3条，但是不超过一半的篇幅；解决方法不少于2条，段落不少于2段，可以按主次分，也可以每种解决方法独立写一段。开头段和结尾段都非常短小，甚至可以没有结尾段。开头段可以简单介绍要解决的问题，或者简要概述原因；结尾段总结原因和解决方法，相当于主体部分的简缩。在主体部分，原因和解决方法通常是分开写，但是有些学生一个原因对应一个解决方法，合在一段里写，剑桥考官范文很少有这种结构。西方人处理复杂事物的方法是先拆解再综合，原因与解决方法放在一起写不是他们的思维模式。而且，如果原因和解决方法无法一一对应的话（如幸福的定义），那么这种结构就不适用了。

除了剑4的两篇范文之外，剑5 G类 Test B、剑8 Test 3、剑7 Test 3也是report, 建议同学们仔细研读并模仿。尤其注意其中的因果句型和建议措施句型。另外，剑6 G类 Test A阅读Section 3（P110），剑6 Test 4 Reading Passage 3也是report形式。Report句型总结如下：

Report范文

Report存在于各种雅思话题中，从话题机经中可以看出report主要集中于以下几类，“国际旅游、全球化、城市化、传统与幸福、人际关系和媒体”。虽然教育类很少出现report，但是下面有关“电视对儿童的影响以及如何控制”是非常典型的report题目。


A report indicated that many children between 7 and 11 spend too much time watching television and playing video games. How does the problem affect the children, their families and society? What measures can be taken to control it? （2010. 09. 25）



Studies suggest that children spend more time on watching TV than they did in the past and spend less on doing active or creative things. Why do you think this is a case? What measurement and methods can be used to tackle with it? （2010. 03. 27）


这两道题的第一问有所不同，前一道题问结果：看电视有多大的影响；后一道题问原因：为什么儿童看太多的电视。回答前一道题可以借鉴剑6 Test B，从儿童的身体、个性和情感发展几个方面来解释，另外别忘了提及对家庭和社会的影响；回答后一道题可以借鉴剑4 Test 4的视角：小家庭，缺少兄弟姐妹（siblings）；父母没时间。有的学生还会想到电视的趣味性较高，这也是一个原因。但是极少有人会想到有些父母之所以宁愿孩子在家看电视也不愿冒险放他们出去玩，是因为外面的空间越来越狭窄和危险。所以，孩子们的室外活动空间被城市建设所挤压也是一个重要的原因。这两道题的第二问是一模一样的：如何减少儿童看电视的时间？大部分学生的反应是从自己的经历中总结方法，如父母应该限制孩子看电视的时间或者合理安排看电视的时间；父母多陪孩子玩。其实，除了限制，更好的方法是疏导，如学校安排一些课外活动，这样学生放学后就不必回家一个人面对电视；固定亲子活动的时间（family time）；城市建设和开发中留有儿童活动的空间，这可以归为政府的责任。

同学们在分析问题的时候一方面要从自己的亲身经历中寻找答案，同时还要考虑话题的对象，如以上两道题的对象是小学生（children between 7 and 11），尽量提供具体和可操作的建议与措施。大部分学生写report都存在措施部分比较泛泛、内容太空洞的情况。这样的作文不但显得不真实和模式化，而且很容易字数不够。

Children are spending too much time watching TV or playing video games in current society. They relax themselves in this way or learn some knowledge, but the negative influence can be overwhelming.

Firstly children sitting too much time in front of a screen tend to have poor eyesight and unbalanced physical postures. What's worse, they can be lost in the virtual world and become insensitive to people around them, including their parents, and this is detrimental for their family relationship and their emotional development. A major concern is about their mental development which needs various types of interactive activities, but obviously TV viewing cannot meet such requirement. From the perspective of a nation, the future of such generation raised by TV is rather pessimistic.

To reverse the negative effects on children, their family and the society, measures have to be taken to address this situation. Of course, the government should fund such support because this is not a problem for an individual family, but for the society as a whole.

It is somehow puzzling that the crime rate in our society continues to increase in spite of significant economic development we have experienced in the last few years. It is also interesting to note that these increases in repeated crime have become evident even while crime fighting technology has improved.

When we examine the incidence of crime reoccurrence among the ex-convict population, it is easy to point to several reasons directly affecting this phenomenon. Some of these reasons are the lack of prison space to house an ever-growing prisoner population, lack of sufficient education and training for ex-convicts, lack of good paying jobs and proper follow-up with the newly released prisoners as they re-enter society, and a culture of crime among certain groups of people. In the midst of all of these reasons, the lack of education and proper training coupled with the lack of good paying jobs for ex-criminals seems to be at the core of the issue. It is difficult enough for someone with a criminal record to obtain employment. Without marketable skills, ex-convicts have basically no choice but to return to a life of crime.

The issue of crime reoccurrence among the ex-prisoner population threatens the safety of society. Actions are desperately needed to combat the situation. First of all we need to improve our jails and increase their capacity. We need to create training programmes while convicts are in prison as well as when they are out of prison and facilitate their readjustment to normal society. Family members of ex-convicts should be encouraged and empowered to help with their re-entry period. Proper follow-up by authorities to make sure that ex-prisoners are law abiding members of society is also an important aspect of any programme the government institutes in order to combat crime.

In closing, there is one additional factor to consider. Governments should make sure that laws are made clearer with harsher penalties leveled to repeated criminals. To be specific, second-time offenders should be punished more severely than those committing crime for the first-time. This would be another way to deter repeated offences.

Urbanisation


In most cities and towns, the high volumes of road traffic become a problem. What are the causes of that and what actions could be taken to solve the problem? （2012. 07. 21）

In some major cities in my country, China, heavy traffic becomes increasingly problematic to commuters. This situation can be due to the fast pace of urban development.

The migration policy in China, the convenient modern facilities and business opportunities in urban areas have been encouraging the younger generation to move from rural areas to big cities. While these cities are expanding, the travellers on road have to cover further distance than they used to. It is at this point that car purchase sounds reasonable. Unluckily the public transport system built years ago is not well functioning. On top of this, the political will of enhancing economy should be responsible for various urban issues including traffic congestion. In order to stimulate domestic consumption, the public are encouraged to own their private cars, but in metropolises with dense population, such lifestyle is hard to be sufficiently supported.

To deal with traffic issue, some actions can be taken. Firstly, satellite cities can be a pragmatic approach to decentralise urban resource, thereby reducing urban population density. These satellite cities featuring self-sufficient can largely reduce daily travel if people are encouraged to live near their workplace or their school. Exclusive avenues for cycling can be set so that short-distance travellers would like to choose riding a bike instead of squeezing in a bus.

Public transport should be improved in terms of route, timing, comfortableness and service courtesy so as to encourage commuters to take. The larger capacity of public vehicles compared with private cars can effectively ease the traffic pressure on city roads.

In contrast, private cars should be discouraged from using for short distance travel. The approaches include charging a high parking fee, more expensive petrol or restricting in driving days.

Part II 大作文话题论点及范文

从第二部分开始，本书将从话题论据的角度来分析雅思写作的题目并制定回应对策。如果说第一部分主要讲写作技巧，那么第二部分就主要讲策略。

第二部分共六章，每章由机经分析、论点总结、参考范文以及相关阅读材料构成。分析机经的目的是发现重点题目，并根据题目变化的特点来准确把握题目的论据；总结各类话题论据的目的是帮助同学们快速确定文章的分论点并拟提纲，这与大作文第一个评分标准task response有密切的关系，同时也决定了学生是否有话可说；范文选择最新最典型的题目，力图做到有代表性，同时每篇范文都设计有“相关旧题参照、提纲、词汇拓展以及重点句型”，以便同学们了解范文的整体结构、思路和论点来源，快速集中提高词汇量；有些范文纠正了时下流行的一些误导学生的论点，或者偏题跑题的情况，依据是广泛的网络阅读材料，是网络搜索相关雅思写作题目的英文原版文章的截取段落，尽量做到短小精悍，不增加同学们的负担，同时又可以开阔同学们的视野，了解英文本土语言，把握西方社会对这些话题的谈论焦点，同时有高分需求的同学们可以利用这些优秀的段落用改写文章（rewrite）的方法来提高写作水平。当然这个方法比较费时费力，但是对于那些目标高远的学生却十分必要。而对于时间紧迫、基础薄弱的学生，多看看考官范文和本书的参考范文，多模仿其中的短语和句子也是非常奏效的方法。

机经分类是一件两难的事情，面对很多题目，笔者常常纠结应该把它归为哪一类。例如“电视网络与国际旅游，哪一种方式可以更好地了解其他国家？”（2011. 01. 27），这道题既可以归为科技类别中与飞机有关的题目，也可以归为电视网络题；“改善环境依靠科技还是简单生活？”（2009. 02. 12），这道环境题既关系科技又与文化和传统相关；电视属于科技发明，但是当讨论电视对孩子的影响时，应该把它归为科技还是教育呢？手机和网络也属于科技产品，但是关于它们改变了人们交流方式的话题是否应该归为文化与传统呢？经过几番腾挪移动之后，笔者发现很多题目都有相关性。“教育与政府的关系在于大学学费由谁来付，学生还是政府？”（2011. 08. 25）；“政府与环境的联系在于改善环境的责任属于政府还是个人？”（2009. 10. 31）；科技与传统和文化密不可分，因为所有的科技产品和创新都在一定程度上改变了我们原来的生活方式，从而带来思想上的变化……六大话题之间的关系如同一个六角星，彼此相连。有一天一位学生在听了这段之后突然说：“老师，你打通了我的任督二脉。”

第九章　教育

教育类机经

教育是雅思最常触及的话题。下面的教育机经显示，教育类出现频率最高的有四个主题：

1. 远程教学 distance learning

2. 中小学课程设置 subject design

3. 大学的功能 university functions

4. 电视的影响 TV influence
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教育类论点
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笔者认为，大部分考生对这四类主题都存在理解不够到位的问题，也就是扣题不准。就拿第二章的“题目的变迁”中分析过的大学的功能这道题来说，大部分学生对employment这一功能的理解有错误，而对其他功能更是从未想到过theoretical subjects。所以即使你的语言很漂亮，在第一个评分标准上也会严重失分，最终会影响总成绩。关于远程教学，大部分学生的回答都存在误解。这道题不能从字面来理解，否则你对于论点“方便、省时”的解释很可能是这样的：没有时间和空间的限制，想什么时候学就什么时候学，想学什么就学什么，资源丰富。这样的解释显示出考生对远程教育缺乏真正的了解。

在谈论教育类话题时，中外教育的差异是我们首先要面对的，不能以己推人，根据中国的教育推导英美的教育，而要根据西方教育理念是否有利于受教育者的全面发展作为评价依据。那么全面发展包括哪些方面呢？首先身体（physical development）是第一考虑因素，即第一个主要论点。例如，当回答电视电脑、体育课设置、大学的校园活动对孩子的影响时，首先要考虑身体素质。而且，具体情况还得具体分析，如看电视电脑会使视力受损（have poor eyesight），而体育课可以锻炼孩子的身体协调能力（physical coordination skill）。第二个主要论点是智力发育，具体包括知识的获得，各种思维能力的发展，如想象力、逻辑思维、批判思维、推理等。第三个主要论点是情感发展，包括交流能力、人际关系的建立等，这相当于我们的德育。除了以上三个常用论点，其他方面也非常重要，这要依据具体题目来选择相关的论点。例如，我们曾经在第一章分析过的剑5 Test 2考官范文中，就曾经提到独立性（independence）、人生经验（experience of the world）等。下面的“摩天轮”是教育类常用论点的总结。同学们如果对某些题目有“不知说什么好”的困惑，可以转一转这个“摩天轮”，也许会帮助你想出论点。注意：论点越相关越好。


远程教育

远程教育通常用于函授、自考等成人教育，是大学充分利用其资源以满足继续教育需求的方式，基本上不用于未成年人的教育。当然现代的中小学校也会利用电脑和网络来提高教育的质量，或者应对一些突发事件或恶劣天气，但是这与成年人的网络教育是有本质区别的。中小学生还是以学校学习为主，因为他们需要培养集体意识和社会生活的能力，学校恰恰提供了这样的环境，这是远程教育无法代替的。成年人在就业后由于知识更新的加快而面临继续学习或者说是终身学习的选择。另外成年人有自学、自控和自我管理的能力，因此适合远程教育。


Many people can now study at home through distance-learning programmes via Internet or television. But some people say this kind of education cannot be compared to attending a college. What is your opinion? (2008. 10. 23)

Some people think typical teaching of a teacher and students in the class will not exist by the year 2050. Do you agree or disagree? (2010. 12. 18)

Some people think that computers and the Internet are more important for a child's education than going to school. But others believe that schools and teachers are essential for children to learn effectively. Discuss both views and give your own opinion. (2009. 04. 25)

More and more people choose to work at home and students study from home as the development of computer technology makes it more convenient and cheaper. Do you think it is a positive or negative development? (2008. 11. 15)

上面的四道题目讨论的是同一个话题——对比远程教育和传统教育，但它们的出题方式有所不同。其中第二道题根本没有提及远程教育，而第四道题没有提及传统教育；第三道题主要涉及children，第一道题涉及college students。另外，第四道题给出了远程教育的论点——more convenient and cheaper。

Information technology is playing an increasingly important role in many aspects of our lives, especially in education. Although many people are able to attend a virtual college via the Internet, some people doubt the effectiveness of on-line learning and prefer the traditional way of education. （让步状语从句）

Compared with distance learning, physically attending a school has some intrinsic advantages for the students' overall development. Also, teachers can adjust their teaching styles and their instructions to best suit the characteristics of their students. In addition to academic pursuits, students' emotional and social development can be significantly improved in school due to students' participation in extra-curricular activities and events. The emotional connection that often helps to generate inspiration, creativity and emotional wellbeing is vital for young students. In essence the experience in the non-virtual world cannot be substituted by simply receiving lectures electronically and submitting essays. （对比句型+被动句+定语从句+被动句）

Admittedly distance learning programmes offer a valuable option for people with special needs, such as the disabled, full time workers or those who have families to take care of and are not able to attend classes at regular hours. Another advantage is the relatively less expensive tuition fees of distance programmes due to the exclusion of financial cost of campus facilities. But this way of education is restricted to knowledge delivery and requires sufficient self-discipline and time-managing abilities; therefore it is not suitable for young students except as a complimentary source, as it can act as a virtual tutor or a tool for review or reinforcement of what is learned in regular schools. （定语从句+因果句型+宾语从句）

Overall, I would like to conclude that remote learning programmes are making a contribution to wider education receivers by supplying more chances for the acquisition of knowledge. But they cannot be expected to surpass the overall quality of education available at a college which provides both knowledge and an environment for students' overall development. 大学的功能


Some people think the function of university education is to prepare students for employment, but others believe university education can offer many other functions. Discuss both views and give your own opinion(2009. 10. 24)



这道题讨论大学的功能，其中对立面包括就业和其他功能。从学生的回答看，这道题写跑题的可能性非常大。学生对就业的理解是大学为学生提供就业辅导和信息或者实习等方面的准备；而其他功能包括人际能力的培训、兴趣爱好等。这些回答显示出绝大部分学生不了解大学的本质功能。如果我们多看看以往的旧题，或许可以找到相关的论点。

● 相关题目

Some people believe that theoretical subjects(such as mathematics, philosophy and economy)should not be taught in universities because universities should focus on practical subjects(such as marketing, computer programming and accounting). To what extent do you agree or disagree? (2008. 07. 05)

这道旧题给我们指出了正确的方向：大学的课程分两个阶段，大一、大二的重点是理论课（公共课），大三、大四的重点是专业课（国外通常没有大四）。Practical subjects——所谓实用课，即专业课，就是让学生具有从事某一特定工作能力的课程。专业知识和技能可以使毕业生很快适应工作环境，为雇主创造效益，为社会生产服务。为了更好地理解和运用专业知识，理论课——theoretical subjects——是必不可少的。理论课是专业课的基础，为专业课提供系统化的方法和哲学指导。今天的大学和百年前相比新增了很多的新兴专业，如计算机、国际贸易等，而理论课却没有太大的变化，主要集中在数学、哲学、经济学等领域。理论课使学生在专业学习和工作中具备继续学习的能力以及灵活性和创造性。理论课还使大学具有研究功能，除此之外，大学还应该具备什么功能呢？

Full-time university students need to spend a lot of time studying, but it is essential to get involved in other activities. To what extent do you agree or disagree? (2012. 02. 25)

Nowadays, it is widely accepted that social skills are as important as good qualifications. Do you agree or disagree? (2012. 01. 14)

以上看似完全不同的两道题目，对立面却始终没变。Study最主要的目的就是获得qualification；除了学术学习，大学还鼓励学生参加各种校内外的活动，以提高自身的social skills，增加阅历。Study的内容包括两个方面：理论课和专业课；social skills对于工作的影响在于：融洽工作关系，提高合作效率，因为当今社会分工细致，这导致对合作交流能力的要求越来越高。如果回答2009. 10. 24这道题，other functions还应该包括other activities和social skills。
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The qualities a person needs to become successful in today's world cannot be learned at a university or any similar academic institution. To what extent do you agree or disagree? (2011. 09. 03)

这道题仍然是关于大学功能的。首先我们需要定义与成功有关的因素，它可能包括很多方面，如学历或者知识，聪明、勤奋、毅力，自律能力，道德水平、人际关系、社会阅历、工作经验，甚至命运等。如果你联想一位你认为非常成功的人士，如比尔·盖茨或乔布斯，那么你很容易概括出某些成功必备的因素。然后我们把这些因素按照“是否能在大学习得”分成两组。其中学历或知识可以在大学获得，通过理论学习可以获得持续学习的能力，通过专业学习可以获得工作所需的知识和技能；社会经验可以学一点，勤奋自律也能学一点，但是这些素质以及工作经验主要还是在工作岗位上慢慢积累和领悟的，毕竟，大学环境还是相对简单一些。这些都属于university的对立面，在这道题里都被隐藏了起来。
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Some people think young people should go to university to further their education; while others think that they should be encouraged to work as car mechanics or builders etc. to serve society. Discuss both these views and give your own opinion. (2009. 09. 05)

又是一道与大学有关的题目，对立面是上大学还是成为技术工人（car mechanics, builders）。那么首先我们需要回答大学和技术学校有什么区别。通常大学学制比技术学校时间长，而这长出来的1~2年里学生主要学习理论课，所以理论课是大学和技校的差别所在。

Why should one go to a university? To obtain work-oriented knowledge and skills so as to get ready for a particular job or knowledge for its own sake?

It is natural to regard universities as a phase preparing for a future job because after graduation, students will be thrown into a competitive employment market. Facing the huge pressure, students and parents show their favour towards practical knowledge and skills useful to a potential employer instead of pure theoretical knowledge. For example, information technology is more desirable than mathematics. And so is marketing versus economy. In universities, high school graduates are divided into various specialist fields so as to increase the productivity of the whole society. Practical knowledge and skills are the derivation of theoretical ones, just like a branch versus the root. What differentiates tertiary education from occupational one is that the former requires students to grasp systematic knowledge in a certain area and develop the ability of applying it into practice flexibly. Theoretical subjects such as mathematics and philosophy train students' logic thinking and offer them diverse views of the world. This cultivates students' lifelong learning skills which allow them to keep up with the changing world where what they have learned at college may be out of date just a few years after they leave their university. In addition of knowledge, a university needs to equip students with many other skills, including social skills which enable them to interact with others effectively at their future workplace. This aim can be achieved through diverse campus activities and associations, such as student union. （主语从句+表语从句+定语从句+地点状语从句+时间状语从句+非谓语+定语从句+被动句）

In my opinion, tertiary education is not only about specialist knowledge, but also about the theoretical basis and social skills. Therefore, the main function of a university should be the overall development of students. （not only... but also... 句型）（312 words）

中小学科目设置

我们从小学习语文、数学、英语、物理、化学等等，恐怕没有人会思考为什么要设置这些科目。高考制度下的我们也从没有质疑过“我们为什么要考那么多科目”。英语国家也有高考，但是没有我们这么多的考试科目，他们的课程范围相对狭窄, 所以他们的学生相对轻松。这类题目具体的讨论科目包括数学和哲学（2011. 09. 17）、音乐和体育（2010. 05. 08）、外语（2007. 10. 20）；泛泛的讨论题目包括是否应该设置宽泛或狭窄的科目范围（2009. 05. 09, 2007. 07. 07）以及文理科的差异（2011. 11. 05, 2011. 07. 16, 2011. 07. 28）。

学科设置宽泛，学生可以接触到更广泛的知识，而学科之间的内在联系让学生可以更深刻地理解知识；但是这样学生的课业负担就会很重，压力很大，而不得不学习自己不擅长的科目可能会让学生产生厌学情绪。学科设置狭窄的益处包括专攻的效率，学习的轻松，可以选择自己喜欢的科目。学习数学和哲学有助于思维能力的培养，为大学更专业的学习打下基础。外语帮助交流，扩大生活和工作的范围，尤其是在如今的全球化时代。音乐是一种交流和表达的方式；体育增强体质，同时也是交流与合作的方式。文科课程更注重人的情感表达和交流，以人为中心来看待世界；而理科注重客观现实，以物质世界本身为研究对象。

除了学习以获取知识之外，学生还需要其他方面的发展。从社会角度来看，学生未来既要成为一个遵纪守法的公民，还要为国家作贡献。这里涉及教育的目的，教育的目的仅仅局限于知识的传播，还是要让学生综合发展？

There has been a debate about the range of subjects students are encouraged to learn. While some people advocate a curriculum covering a wide variety of subjects, others propose a more concentrating way of study. （There be句型+对比句型+非谓语）

Some people argue that students should be engaged into a broad range of curriculum and their most convincing reason is the possible scope of knowledge and horizon that students can expand during their learning process. It is true that such students would be exposed to various disciplines which allow them to understand the world and society from a variety of perspectives. What's more, these diverse areas of knowledge are connected with each other directly or indirectly, facilitating students to better and more deeply understand each subject and inspiring their curiosity to their world. However, not everyone gets developed in balance. While some students are excellent at language and weak at mathematics, some are talented in science and challenged by history. The other side of the argument is also reasonable. Teenagers focusing on a few subjects tend to be able to perform well because they concentrate their limited time and energy on a narrow range of school work. The increased efficiency and academic results in turn enhance their confidence in their academic ability and sense of achievement. Allowing students to select a small number of subjects also gives them the opportunity to be only immersed in their favourite classes or what they are good at instead of those（that）they have no clue about at all. This is crucial for individuals and society as well because it means that everyone can be an able and useful person as everyone has his/her strength. （非谓语+原因状语从句+动名词作主语+宾语从句+定语从句）

My personal view about this controversy is that both sides are based on good senses, and they can be reconciled with each other. In the primary stage of education, children should be encouraged to get involved in as many areas of knowledge as possible so as to have more chances to experience the world. Distance Learning

Major benefits of use: an institutional perspective

Distance learning can expand access to education and training for both general populace and businesses since its flexible scheduling structure lessens the effects of the many time-constraints imposed by personal responsibilities and commitments. Devolving some activities off-site alleviates institutional capacity constraints arising from the traditional demand on institutional buildings and infrastructure. Furthermore, there is the potential for increased access to more experts in the field and to other students from diverse geographical, social, cultural, economic, and experiential backgrounds. As the population at large becomes more involved in lifelong learning beyond the normal schooling age, institutions can benefit financially, and adult learning business courses may be particularly lucrative. Distance education programmes can act as a catalyst for institutional innovation and are at least as effective as face-to-face learning programmes, especially if the instructor is knowledgeable and skilled.

The high cost of education effects students in higher education, to which distance education may be an alternative in order to provide some relief. Distance education has been a more cost-effective form of learning, and can sometimes save students a significant amount of money as opposed to traditional education. Distance education may be able to help to save students a considerable amount financially by removing the cost of transportation.

Within the class, students are able to learn in ways that traditional classrooms would not be able to provide. It is able to promote good learning experiences and therefore, allow students to obtain higher satisfaction with their online learning. For example, students can review their lessons more than once according to their need. Students can then manipulate the coursework to fit their learning by focusing more on their weaker topics while breezing through concepts that they already have or can easily grasp. When course design and the learning environment are at their optimal conditions, distance education can lead students to higher satisfaction with their learning experiences.

Distance learning may enable students who are unable to attend a traditional school setting, due to disability or illness such as decreased mobility and immune system suppression, to get a good education. Distance education may provide equal access regardless of socioeconomic status or income, area of residence, gender, race, age, or cost per student. Applying universal design strategies to distance learning courses as they are being developed(rather than instituting accommodations for specific students on an as-needed basis)can increase the accessibility of such courses to students with a range of abilities, disabilities, learning styles, and native languages. Distance education graduates, who would have never have been associated with the school under a traditional system, may donate money to the school.

Distance Learning may also offer a final opportunity for adolescences that are no longer permitted in the General Education population due to behaviour disorders. Instead of these students having no other academic opportunities, they may continue their education from their homes and earn their diplomas, offering them another chance to be an integral part of society.

Criticism

Barriers to effective distance education include obstacles such as domestic distractions and unreliable technology, as well as students' programme costs, adequate contact with teachers and support services, and a need for more experience.

Some students attempt to participate in distance education without proper training of the tools needed to be successful in the programme. Students must be provided with training on each tool that is used throughout the programme. The lack of advanced technology skills can lead to an unsuccessful experience. Schools have a responsibility to adopt a proactive policy for managing technology barriers.

The results of a study of Washington state community college students showed that distance learning students tended to drop out more often than their traditional counterparts due to difficulties in language, time management, and study skills.

Distance Learning benefits may outweigh the disadvantages for students in such a technology driven society however before indulging into e-learning a few more disadvantages should be considered. Some may argue that a negative to distance education is the lack of social interaction. If the classroom environment is what you love most about learning you may want to take a step back and reconsider distance learning. Another downfall to distance learning or learning is that format isn't ideal for all learners. Not everyone is an ideal candidate for online learning. If you know you have problems with motivation, procrastination and needs lots of individual attention from an instructor you may want to think long and hard before enrolling in an online learning programme. Not all courses required to complete a degree may be offered online. Health care profession programmes in particular, require some sort of patient interaction through field work before a student may graduate. Studies have also shown that students pursuing a medical professional graduate degree who are participating in distance education courses, favour face to face communication over professor-mediated chat rooms and/or independent studies. However, this is little to correlation between student performance when comparing the previous different distance learning strategies.

There is a theoretical problem about the application of traditional teaching methods to online courses because online courses may have no upper size limit. Daniel Barwick noted that there is no evidence that large class size is always worse or that small class size is always better, although a negative link has been established between certain types of instruction in large classes and learning outcomes; he argued that higher education has not made a sufficient effort to experiment with a variety of instructional methods to determine whether large class size is always negatively correlated with a reduction in learning outcomes. Early proponents of Massive Open Online Courses(MOOC)s saw them as just the type of experiment that Barwick had pointed out was lacking in higher education, although Barwick himself has never advocated for MOOCs.

Finally, there may also be institutional challenges. Distance learning is new enough that it may be a challenge to gain support for these programmes in a traditional brick-and-mortar academic learning environment. Furthermore, it may be more difficult for the instructor to organise and plan a distance learning programme, especially since many are new programmes and their organisational needs are different from a traditional learning programme.

Aims and Purpose of Higher Education

Most of those who responded took as their starting point the Robbins report of 1963. The Robbins Committee identified four aims and objectives of higher education which can be summarised as:

1. instruction in skills for employment;

2. promoting the general powers of the mind;

3. advancing learning;

4. transmitting a common culture and common standards of citizenship.

The Secretary of State for Education and Employment undertook a consultation exercise in the autumn of 1994 which invited views on what changes to the Robbins' aims were needed in the light of modern circumstances. The Education Departments reported to us on the outcome of that consultation exercise which showed that there was still widespread support for the Robbins' aims, but that there needed to be a shift in the balance between them and some amplification and development to reflect the changing context in which higher education now operates.

In the light of that, the Departments offered us their updated version of the objectives as a basis for our consideration. Their suggested objectives were:

1. imparting employment skills;

2. providing opportunities for adult life-time learning to enable individuals, employers and the nation as a whole to adapt to changing circumstances;

3. promoting the general powers of the mind;

4. advancing learning and research;

5. promoting culture and high standards in all aspects of society;

6. serving local and regional communities, as well as national interests at home and abroad.

Liberal Education

A Liberal education is a system or course of education suitable for the cultivation of a free human being. It has been described as ‘a philosophy of education that empowers individuals with broad knowledge and transferable skills, and a stronger sense of values, ethics, and civic engagement... characterised by challenging encounters with important issues, and more a way of studying than a specific course or field of study’by the Association of American Colleges and Universities. Usually global and pluralistic in scope, it can include a general education curriculum which provides broad exposure to multiple disciplines and learning strategies in addition to in-depth study in at least one academic area.

Liberal education was advocated in the 19 th century by thinkers such as John Henry Newman and F. D. Maurice. Sir Wilfred Griffin Eady defined Liberal Education as being education for its own sake and personal enrichment, with the teaching of values.

Thirty percent of college graduates in the United States are likely to eventually work in jobs that do not exist yet. Proponents of a liberal education therefore argue that a postsecondary education must prepare students for an increasingly complex labour market. Rather than provide narrowly designed technical courses, a liberal education would foster critical thinking and analytical skills that allow the student to adapt to a rapidly changing workforce. The movement towards career-oriented courses within a liberal education has begun at places like Dartmouth College, where a journalism course combines lessons on writing style with reading and analysing historical journalism. An American survey of CEOs published in 1997 revealed that employers were more focused on the long-term outcomes of education, such as adaptability, than college students and their parents, who were more concerned with the short-term outcomes of getting a job.

Chinese universities began to implement liberal curricula between the 1920s and 1940s, but shifted to specialised education upon the establishment of the People's Republic of China in 1949. Higher education reform in the 1990s returned to liberal education. In 2000 Peking University started to offer a liberal education curriculum to its undergraduate students, followed by other institutions throughout the country.

Student Traffic: Two-Way Movement between Vocational Education and Training and Higher Education

In a society committed to lifelong learning, and with an economy requiring a knowledgeable, skilled, flexible and adaptable labour force, it is essential that there are clear and easy pathways between the vocational education and training（VET）and higher education sectors. Such intersectoral movement is important for reasons of equity and efficiency.

Although efforts have been, and continue to be made to ensure smooth pathways between the sectors, students who move inter-sectorally often face significant challenges in the transition process. A key component of this process is the initial teaching and learning environment which they face as they commence their courses in a new sector. Parkinson et al. （1986）have highlighted several of the differences in study expectations in higher education compared with TAFE（Technical and Further Education）. They pointed to differences in teaching styles between the two sectors, differences in content of courses（the more theoretical nature of university courses）and the greater responsibility for management of their own learning in higher education, all factors seen to create difficulties for the transferring students.

In a later report Trembath et al. （1996）quoted a study by Ling and Devlin（1993）who investigated the experiences of students moving from TAFE to higher education and reported that, although there were differences in delivery between the two sectors, students felt that TAFE studies had been helpful in preparing them for university. However, almost half thought that it was easier to learn and understand work in their prior TAFE studies than in their current university programme, a point also made by Cameron et al. （2000）when they noted that those going from TAFE to university commonly found difficulties with the academic standards required of university studies. This may in large part have been because of the more practical underpinnings of the TAFE curriculum compared with the more theoretical basis in higher education.

There was a major dysfunction between the theoretical and practical underpinnings of the university and TAFE curricula respectively. Moodie（2003）has confirmed these issues with the bases of curriculum. He identified a range of issues for students shifting from VET to higher education. He argued for example, that the implementation of Training Packages in VET has inhibited systematic efforts to map curricular from VET to higher education since the Packages are based on competencies. Industry takes a leading role in identifying these, （unlike the situation in some overseas countries such as South Korea（Choi et al. 2001, pp. 104-105）, and then the workplace skills are assessed in the workplace/simulated workplace. Moodie proceeds to quote Wheelahan（2003）who argued that Training Packages do not develop knowledge that underpins all skills, including workplace skills. Skills such as learning how to learn are not developed nor are students' capacities in the areas of critical reflection, a view that is challenged. Furthermore statements of achievement related to Training Packages record only workplace skills assessed in a real or simulated workplace, a potential difficulty for universities in assessing TAFE studies as bases for admission. The emphasis on competencies rather than curriculum in VET is different from the curriculum bases in universities. This may present difficulties for students in adapting to university studies. Students moving from university to VET may similarly face difficulties in adapting to a competency-based approach（Golding 2001, pp. 21-23）.

From his 1994 Victorian study, Golding（1995b）reported that of students with a university background moving to TAFE, half of those who had an incomplete university qualification said their university course was unenjoyable or uninteresting and 44% said the mode of teaching had not suited them. Those going from TAFE to university with a complete TAFE qualification were less likely to have found previous TAFE studies unenjoyable or uninteresting, or that the TAFE teaching mode did not suit them. The most attractive aspects for those TAFE students moving to university were the more prestigious nature of a university qualification, better job prospects and the more intellectually stimulating nature of university study. Pitt（2001）supported this, in part noting that many students valued the VET sector for providing an alternative pathway to higher education. For university students going on to TAFE, Golding（1995b）identified the most attractive aspects as being the more practical nature of the TAFE course, the smaller, more personal TAFE classes and the financially less demanding nature of TAFE studies. The most unattractive aspects for the students going to university were the difficulty in coping with the amount and level of work, the large impersonal nature of university classes, and some repetition while, for those university students shifting to TAFE, the most unattractive aspects were the less prestigious nature of TAFE qualification, poorer campus life/facilities, lack of challenges and repetition of studies（p. 18）. Again repetition of prior completed studies was raised as a concern as were differences in work levels and expectations of students.

This is not to decry academic credentials——academics provide an understanding of theory, but it is industry experience that translates theoretical knowledge into practice. The question, therefore, is: is it important that knowledge be acquired in a structured manner, or is it the acquisition of knowledge itself? Arguably, certain skills need the person to be formally put through a learning process that guides them through the myriad and intricate layers, to enable a thorough understanding of the underlying principles that drive them.

Management and leadership positions, however, call for skills that can be acquired only through direct work experience. Most of the leading professional B-schools do not admit students without relevant supervisory or managerial experience. In India, it is even more challenging because of the millions who compete for a minuscule opportunity to enhance their academic qualifications. School and university syllabi are not modified or revised for years——with the result that most of what is taught is either outdated or obsolete.

Why do organisations emphasise academic credentials when they advertise or hire for a position? Academic credentials are used as a primary measure of intelligence, and provide an easy filter. This works for entry-level positions, or for those requiring specialised skills. The challenge intensifies as the position moves higher in hierarchy. Senior management positions require qualifications beyond academics——the skills of leadership, entrepreneurship, vision and the ability to forge a team to work together to achieve common goals. All these are abilities that come from experience. And then again, with the rapid development of technologies and systems, it becomes impossible to design a curriculum that will provide the appropriate knowledge base to be a successful manager.

Qualifications Establish Your Firm's Credibility

The software industry is a knowledge-based industry. Also, it is not a static industry. Here, you can't survive without knowledge——you need to update yourself with what is happening in the industry——it's a continuous learning curve. And it is the qualifications that give you a headstart and ultimately, take you forward. Growth with just experience isn't as fast.

Qualifications tell your employee what gradient you are on and take you through the first level of screening. I would choose someone with a higher qualification rather than have the company work on him and train him for the job.

We need people who fit the profile, can start work instantly and hit the ground running. That means you don't have to waste manhours on the person and he is productive from day one. Of course, after that you keep training him and let him climb up the knowledge chain.

Of course, at the same time, there are job functions that can only be filled in by someone who not only has the necessary qualifications but also some experience. For instance, a project leader should not only have technical knowledge, but also leadership skills, inter-personal skills, administration qualities, which can only come with experience.

School Curriculum

Principles for Curriculum Design

The curriculum should be designed on the basis of the following principles:

● Challenge and enjoyment

● Breadth

● Progression

● Depth

● Personalisation and choice

● Coherence

● Relevance

The principles must be taken into account for all children and young people. They apply to the curriculum both at an organisational level and in the classroom and in any setting where children and young people are learners. The principles will assist teachers and schools in their practice and as a basis for continuing review, evaluation and improvement. They apply to the curriculum at national, education authority, school and individual levels and must be taken into account for all children and young people. Although all should apply at any one stage, the principles will have different emphases as a child or young person learns and develops.

Challenge and Enjoyment

Children and young people should find their learning challenging, engaging and motivating. The curriculum should encourage high aspirations and ambitions for all.

At all stages, learners of all aptitudes and abilities should experience an appropriate level of challenge, to enable each individual to achieve his or her potential. They should be active in their learning and have opportunities to develop and demonstrate their creativity. There should be support to enable children and young people to sustain their effort.

Breadth

All children and young people should have opportunities for a broad, suitably weighted range of experiences. The curriculum should be organised so that they will learn and develop through a variety of contexts within both the classroom and other aspects of school life.

Progression

Children and young people should experience continuous progression in their learning from 3 to 18 within a single curriculum framework.

Each stage should build upon earlier knowledge and achievements. Children should be able to progress at a rate which meets their needs and aptitudes, and keep options open so that routes are not closed off too early.

Depth

There should be opportunities for children to develop their full capacity for different types of thinking and learning. As they progress, they should develop and apply increasing intellectual rigour, drawing different strands of learning together, and exploring and achieving more advanced levels of understanding.

Personalisation and Choice

The curriculum should respond to individual needs and support particular aptitudes and talents. It should give each child and young person increasing opportunities for exercising responsible personal choice as they move through their school career.

Once they have achieved suitable levels of attainment across a wide range of areas of learning, the choice should become as open as possible. There should be safeguards to ensure that choices are soundly based and lead to successful outcomes.

Coherence

Taken as a whole, children and young people's learning activities should combine to form a coherent experience. There should be clear links between the different aspects of children and young people's learning, including opportunities for extended activities which draw different strands of learning together.

Relevance

Children and young people should understand the purposes of their activities. They should see the value of what they are learning and its relevance to their lives, present and future.

Traditional Curriculum

A traditional curriculum is an educational curriculum which follows established guidelines and practices. This term can refer both to a curriculum as a whole, as in the set of courses which students must take to graduate and the order in which they are presented, and to the curriculum in the form of the content taught in an individual class. The traditional curriculum is sometimes criticised for being too narrow, and a number of education professionals have developed alternative educational methods, or suggestions for teaching a traditional curriculum in a more expanded way.

In the sense of an entire curriculum, a traditional curriculum includes core subjects and electives. Core subjects usually include topics like math, science, history, and English. Students may also take courses in the social sciences, and can expand their curriculum with topics like art, foreign languages, music, acting, and so forth. The curriculum is designed in a progressive way, with each level being slightly more challenging than the last, requiring students to build skills and use them as they work their way through the curriculum.

In an individual classroom, the traditional curriculum involves the presentation of information in the form of blocks or units which are broken into smaller units of information and presented by the teacher to the students. Traditionally, exchange between students and teachers is less encouraged, and the facilitation of class discussion is also not a part of the traditional curriculum. These are seen as shortcomings by some educators, who feel that students are more likely to develop critical thinking skills and to internalise and apply the information if they have discussions with the class, present projects which allow them to expand the material, and so forth. Increasingly, such activities are being accepted into curricula around the world.

The traditional curriculum can also be heavily standards-based, with testing used to measure accomplishment and progress. This practice has also been criticised by educations, as standards-based curricula can take on a 'teach to the test' format in which students are provided with information which will help them pass a test, but not necessarily with information which they can use. For example, math education might be very based on learning set formulas and ways of doing math, but not on developing math skills which could be useful in real life.

The approach to teaching and education is often evolving as researchers learn more about how students learn and which teaching methods appear to be most effective. As a result, the traditional curriculum is also slowly changing. Rote memorisation, for example, was once a routine part of the traditional curriculum and is less commonly seen today.

There may be a bit less variety in core classes that fall under the umbrella of math, natural science, and social science, but there are usually still some options from which students can choose. Much like with English core classes, the elective classes in these fields are often available only after completing prerequisite courses, which are often completed in the first year or the first two years of the academic programme. Math core classes usually include geometry, algebra, statistics, trigonometry, and calculus. Core classes in the natural sciences often include physics, biology, chemistry, and earth science. History, sociology, anthropology, psychology, economics, geography, and political science are often clustered under the umbrella of core classes in the social sciences.

They express concern that our existing assessment model assumes that a certain proportion of young people will never be able to master crucial curriculum content, leading to an unjustified lowering of expectations.

The international evidence shows that all successful jurisdictions expect pupils to study a broad curriculum to age 16, built around a core of academic subjects. The expert panel argue that England narrows its curriculum for the majority of pupils too early.

●‘Music is a magical gift we must nourish and cultivate in our children, especially now as scientific evidence proves that an education in the arts makes better math and science students, enhances spatial intelligence in newborns, and let's not forget that the arts are a compelling solution to teen violence, certainly not the cause of it! ’

● The U. S. Department of Education lists the arts as subjects that college-bound middle and junior high school students should take, stating ‘Many colleges view participation in the arts and music as a valuable experience that broadens students' understanding and appreciation of the world around them. It is also well known and widely recognised that the arts contribute significantly to children's intellectual development. ’In addition, one year of Visual and Performing Arts is recommended for college-bound high school students.

● The College Board identifies the arts as one of the six basic academic subject areas students should study in order to succeed in college.

● The arts create jobs, increase the local tax base, boost tourism, spur growth in related businesses（hotels, restaurants, printing, etc. ）and improve the overall quality of life for our cities and towns. Advantages for Children to Watch TV

The American Academy of Pediatrics recommends no television for children under two and very limited viewing of educational programming for older children. In the real world, parents often rely on television as kind of a de facto babysitter. It keeps kids occupied while Mom steals a moment to catch up on household finances, chores or other necessary tasks. However, the ‘TV rots your brain’ canard may be overselling the negatives a bit as more and more parents recognise the positive aspects of TV viewing, particularly with so many quality choices available.

Family Time

Television provides a reason for families to spend time together. Parents can still limit viewing by designating specific hours or programmes on a weekly schedule. Setting aside some of those hours specifically for family viewing encourages interaction, conversation and togetherness. Whether it becomes a bonding moment with young kids watching ‘Sesame Street’ or endless discussions about the plot intricacies of ‘Lost’ with your teens, television can be a catalyst for family interaction.

Exposure

Educational television puts kids in touch with cultures from around the world in a way that's deeply engaging. Educational channels like Discovery, The History Channel and especially PBS can expose kids to people and places they wouldn't otherwise encounter in daily life. Even prime time scripted programming, when age appropriate, introduces concepts that are complex and intellectually stimulating. This can help shape a child's interest and make him more engaged in classes that deal with those specific topics.

Inspiration

There truly is something for everyone on the hundreds of available television channels, and for kids, watching TV in moderation can help develop interests and even inspire further reading on a topic. Parents should be engaged in their children's television viewing so they can be purveyors of further information. When a child sees something of interest or has questions about a particular topic, parents can use that as a springboard for deeper study.

English as a Second Language

Watching television gives kids whose native language is not English exposure to the conversational rhythms of spoken English. Just like college students taking Spanish are encouraged to go home and watch Telemundo or Univision to develop an ear for the language, students who are learning English can benefit from watching English-language television.

Negative Effects of TV on Children

It is hard to avoid television if you are a kid. People in the house are usually tuned in to TV——siblings as well as parents. In some homes, the television is perpetually ‘on’ even without anyone watching. It is common for parents and caregivers to use TV as a substitute babysitter. Also, many parents buy videos that they think can make their kids smart. But how does watching TV really affect children?

The bad news is, the majority of experts think that a TV/video-driven culture has bad effects on kids——and may prevent kids from being smart. They cite the following:

● TV provides no educational benefits for a child under age 2. Worse, it steals time for activities that actually develop her brain, like interacting with other people and playing. A child learns a lot more efficiently from real interaction——with people and things, rather than things she sees on a video screen.

● TV viewing takes away the time that your child needs to develop important skills like language, creativity, motor, and social skills. These skills are developed in the kids' first two years（a critical time for brain development）through play, exploration, and conversation. Your kid's language skills, for example, do not improve by passively listening to the TV. It is developed by interacting with people, when talking and listening is used in the context of real life.

● TV viewing numbs your kid's mind as it prevents your child from exercising initiative, being intellectually challenged, thinking analytically, and using his imagination.

● TV viewing takes away time from reading and improving reading skills through practice（Comstock, 1991）. Kids watching cartoons and entertainment television during pre-school years have poorer pre-reading skills at age 5（Macbeth, 1996）. Also, kids who watch entertainment TV are also less likely to read books and other print media（Wright & Huston, 1995）.

● According to Speech and language expert Dr. Sally Ward, 20 years of research show that kids who are bombarded by background TV noise in their homes have trouble paying attention to voices when there is also background noise.

● Kids who watch a lot of TV have trouble paying attention to teachers because they are accustomed to the fast-paced visual stimulation on TV. Kids who watch TV more than they talk to their family have a difficult time adjusting from being visual learners to aural learners（learning by listening）. They also have shorter attention spans.

● School kids who watch too much TV also tend to work less on their homework. When doing homework with TV on the background, kids tend to retain less skill and information. When they lose sleep because of TV, they become less alert during the day, and this results in poor school performance.

● TV exposes your kid to negative influences, and promotes negative behaviour. TV shows and commercials usually show violence, alcohol, drug use and sex in a positive light. The mind of your kid is like clay. It forms early impressions on what it sees, and these early impressions determine how he sees the world and affect his grown-up behaviour. For instance, twenty years of research has shown that children who are more exposed to media violence behave more aggressively as kids and when they are older. They are taught by TV that violence is the way to resolve conflict——as when a TV hero beats up a bad guy to subdue him.

● Kids who watch too much TV are usually overweight, according to the American Medical Association. Kids often snack on junk food while watching TV. They are also influenced by commercials to consume unhealthy food. Also, they are not running, jumping, or doing activities that burn calories and increase metabolism. Obese kids, unless they change their habits, tend to be obese when they become adults.

● Researchers from the University of Sydney report a link between total screen time and retinal artery width in children. Kids with lots of screen time were found to have narrow artery in their eyes, which may indicate heart risk.

● TV watching also affects a child's health and athletic ability. The more television a child watches, even in the first years of life, the more likely he is to be obese and less muscularly fit, according to a study by the University of Montreal. Even though your kid does not aspire to be a football star, his athletic abilities are important not only for physical health, but predicting how physically active he will be as an adult.

It has a severely negative impact on the minds of the watchers.

Children spending long hours in watching television are susceptible to being affected by attention deficit disorders.

Television is one of the effective media used to promote all kinds of products. Unsupervised television watching in children can lead to early exposure to things they may not understand or may misinterpret. Television advertisements may influence the children to resort to improper measures. Commercials about fast foods, cold drinks or other such products that are not good for health, are bound to leave an impact on children watching them. Attractively presented advertisements and film stories deeply impact young minds, thus influencing the thoughts and behaviour of children.

People watching television, especially children and youngsters, start identifying with what is shown on TV. They relate to television shows and films to such an extent that they get bored of living a normal and simple life. They crave for fame and riches; they yearn for living the lives of their favourite TV characters. This may lead to dissatisfaction and frustration. As real life is the contrast of the life portrayed on TV, such TV addicts become hungry for power, money and status.

Studies in psychology have shown that watching intense emotions on television leaves a long-lasting impact on one's mind. Horror scenes, ghosts, frightful scenes that are featured on television have a negative impact on the minds of people watching them. Violence, murder, bloodshed and physical abuse that is shown on television impacts the thoughts and emotions of the spectators.

Television is one means of recreation but its excessive use is detrimental to one's physical and mental health. You need to strike a balance of everything in life.


第十章　科技

科技类机经
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科技类论点

科技类话题一直是雅思写作的第二大话题，2012年它在雅思考试中的出现频率超过了教育类话题，所以同学们对此要高度重视，并做充分的练习。按照科技产品类型，科技类话题分为飞机、汽车、电视、电话和手机、电脑和网络，以及转基因食品等，其中最常考的是飞机，这一点可以从上面的科技类机经中看出。飞机技术促进了两个领域的发展，一是旅游业，二是航空运输业。国际运输的典型题目为食物跨国航运的利弊（2008. 04. 05；2008. 12. 04；2008. 02. 23；2011. 12. 03）。大部分学生的第一反应都会倾向于“利”，而且都局限于消费者的角度，具体来说就是我们有更多的食物选择，所摄取的营养更全面，不用出国也能体会异国的饮食文化等。试问，如果我们是出口国呢？我们出口食物有什么好处？另外，作为中间的运输行业难道没有获益吗？除了拓宽视角之外，同学们还需要做一些课外阅读，增加知识面。这道题涉及的全球化问题是同学们需要了解的。为了扩大市场和获取资源，国际大公司需要科学技术的支持，其中起重要作用的技术包括运输和通讯技术。飞机满足了快速和大量运输的需求，尤其是日常用品如食物的运输，市场的扩大反过来又刺激了生产力的提高，主要的表现为区域化和专业化。说到“弊”，学生们的反应同样有局限性，最直接的回答通常是“对本地食品业的冲击”，这是毫无疑问的。除此之外，食物运输需要付出保鲜和检疫成本，否则有可能危害健康。另外，运输会伤害环境，消耗能源。

关于旅游的讨论主要集中在国际游方面。通常我们的学生都会倾向于国际游的益处，而对于负面影响，学生的认知比较有限。看过上面的题目之后，学生们当然不会忘记环境和能源问题，不论是旅游景点的环境，还是飞机尾气排放对大气造成的污染都是比较常考的；还有费用的问题，包括游客的开支和旅游景点的维护（2011. 04. 30）；另外，旅游有时并没有实现它本来的交流目的，对异族的偏见依然存在（2008. 08. 21；2010. 06. 26）。

科技类第二类重点题目是网络，而且网络类题目还会有增加的趋势。网络是否可以代替传统的生活，如上学（远程教育），博物馆（2010. 12. 04），图书馆（2012. 01. 12），工作单位（2009. 01. 17）（2010. 06. 19），或者旅游（2011. 01. 27）？答案是可以，但无法完全取代。在教育方面，远程课程只限于知识的传播，无法实现学生的全面发展，所以不适合未成年人。同理，无论是虚拟博物馆、图书馆，还是在家工作或者在家看旅游频道或网络搜索旅游信息，他们全都有方便和经济的好处；但同时也有各种不同的缺陷：虚拟博物馆缺乏真实感，没有立体空间的互动活动，小孩子无法亲身体验；虚拟图书馆无法提供安静的看书环境和空间；旅游节目没有让人释放身体的能量，缺少真实的个人体验；在家工作缺少与他人的互动，无法体验归属感，所以网络只能起到补充的作用。

科技推动了全球化的进程：国际大公司（2012. 01. 07, 2012. 02. 09）从发达国家迁到发展中国家，结果是有人欢喜有人忧；科技推动生产力的提高，大规模生产（mass production）带来物质的不断丰富和创新产品的不断推陈出新，但是我们在追求时尚（2008. 11. 08）的同时养成了浪费的习惯，制造了大量的垃圾，生产的过程中也产生了大量的污染。物质丰富也改变了我们的价值观，例如“节约，知足”被“积极，进取，成功”所取代。

综上所述，科技的优劣势大致可以总结如下：科技给人类带来的益处基本上是物质方面的：科技促进生产力的提高，物质丰富，价格下降；同时解放了劳动力；工作更加安全；人们之间的交流更方便；全球资源得以优化，加速全球生产力的提高。另一方面，科技的负面影响比较间接和抽象：环境和资源的破坏；健康的破坏；物质的过度消费；劳动力过剩导致的失业率上升；使用机器增加，身体运动减少；人际间面对面的交流减少，信息传递效率低，信任危机增加；全球化导致的文化趋同，人的自我认同感降低。其中科技对文化和生活方式的影响我们会在下一章专门讨论。

With the support of communication technologies, working at home is feasible and adopted as a flexible alternative by some companies in American and European countries. Food miles

Food miles is a term which refers to the distance food is transported from the time of its production until it reaches the consumer. Food miles are one factor used when assessing the environmental impact of food, including the impact on global warming.

Some scholars believe that an increase in the miles food travels is due to the globalisation of trade; the focus of food supply bases into fewer, larger districts; drastic changes in delivery patterns; the increase in processed and packaged foods; and making fewer trips to the supermarket. At the same time, most of the greenhouse gas emissions created by food have their origin in the production phases, which create 83% of overall emissions of CO2
 .

Why Food Is Transported

Within the United States, foods are transported over long distances for several reasons: to feed densely populated areas that could not otherwise acquire enough food locally, to provide consumers with greater variety and to capitalise on the advantages of places in producing certain foods.

The enormous appetite of a city like the ‘Big Apple’ ——New York City——illustrates how food distribution is essential to densely populated places. Each of the 8 million people in the city must consume over a ton of food per year to meet the USDA nutritional requirements. If all the food production in New York State went to New York City, it would still be only enough to feed 55 percent of the city's population（with nothing left over for the rest of the state）. Even if New Yorkers could survive solely on the food grown within the state, they would probably complain about the lack of variety in their diet, particularly over the winter. Consumers' demand for out-of-season foods is, then, another motivation for distributing food widely. In the Northeast, for example, food production is largely suspended over the cold season. Shipping in food from California and other southern locales is one way to address the continued demand for foods that cannot be produced locally in the winter.

Transporting food also allows regions to specialise in producing the goods that they are best suited for. Vermont, for example, has a short growing season, rolling hills and rocky soil——poor conditions for growing most crops, but suitable for raising dairy cows. Vermont dairy farmers produce far more milk and dairy products than its residents consume; the surplus is shipped to other regions of the United States.

Downsides of Long-distance Food Transport

Long-distance food transport generates many environmental and social hazards, such as air and noise pollution, and human health problems such as respiratory diseases.

Preservation

Many perishable foods need to be preserved to prevent spoilage and contamination during transit. Long-distance food transport makes reducing and reusing packaging extremely difficult. Pesticides, too, are used after harvest on fruit and vegetables to extend shelf-life and prevent damage in transport.

Biodiversity

The distance food travels influences not only the way it is treated before and during transit, but also production itself. In particular, food production for distant markets tends to involve specialisation, producing a narrow range of crops to compete in the global marketplace, as well as concentration on varieties which store and travel best, rather than with better tastes or nutritional properties. Thus local varieties are being replaced by a few commercial varieties.

Growers supplying supermarkets, for example, are expected to concentrate on appearance, uniformity, and travel and storage qualities, especially long shelf-life. Cosmetic perfection is particularly difficult for organic producers, and can result in wastage of 30% or 50%, driving down supplies, and increasing prices.

Loss of Seasonality

Supermarkets' year-round availability of fresh produce means that consumers, rendered ignorant of the seasons, expect to be able to buy all foods at all times of the year. UK supermarkets import produce to fill seasonal gaps and encourage growers to extend growing seasons through intensive glasshouse production. The loss of seasonality threatens smaller, vulnerable growers, who lose premiums on new season produce. Furthermore, supermarket chains prefer to be supplied in bulk by a small number of large producers, which can squeeze out smaller producers and increase food miles.

Cash Cropping

Limited land and resources in developing countries are often used for the production of ‘cash crops' for export, when people in those countries may not have enough to eat. The main beneficiaries of the global food trade are transnational corporations, which exploit land and labour in poor countries to extract cheap raw materials for sale in richer nations. Producers who supply distant markets are uniquely vulnerable to external events such as declining terms of trade, and the changing tastes of fickle consumers overseas.

Solutions

Reducing the need to transport food is the most effective way of reducing Food Miles. Increasing local and regional self-reliance in food would reduce wastage of energy and resources, increase biodiversity in farming, and should provide greater food security as well as more sustainable livelihoods for farmers.

Ethical Consumption

Individuals can be encouraged to reduce their own Food Miles through buying foods which reduce the need for transport, such as local, seasonal, preferably organic or low-input foods. Buying less meat and dairy products from intensively reared livestock would also help as these animals tend to be fed on imported feedstuffs.

Local Food Links

There are many inspiring examples of local food schemes around the world. These schemes supply customers with a weekly box of fresh, seasonal vegetables and are relatively straightforward for growers and consumers. Local marketing of produce cuts out powerful intermediaries in the food chain, reduces the retail price, and increases the proportion of the price paid to producers.

Food Industry

Food retailers and processors can also introduce measures to reduce unnecessary food transport. Local food shops and supermarkets could stock food direct from local producers, and promote items which are in season. Food processors could source ingredients and packaging materials from local producers.

Government

National and regional governments can introduce measures to ensure that prices reflect the full environmental and social costs of food production and distribution. This would address directly the risible situation where a locally grown, organic apple is more expensive than an intensively produced apple from Chile which has travelled thousands of miles.

Working from Home

As more and more professionals seek a better work-life balance and more companies adopt flexible policies to accommodate shifting workplace priorities and realities, the working from home option is becoming increasingly viable. Employees see this as an ideal means to remain in the workforce and continue to be employed thereby maintaining all the tangible benefits of being part of an established company, while enjoying all the advantages of being based at home. The option has its potential pitfalls however and below we discuss some of the advantages and disadvantages of working from home.

Advantages

By working at home you save on many hidden costs associated with going to work. These include costs of commuting, car wear and tear, fuel, road taxes, parking as well as indirect costs such as expensive professional wardrobes and the dry-cleaning of those.

Flexibility

This doesn't just relate to timings although the flexibility to determine your own work hours to some extent is the most important aspect of this. You can also determine your environment, lighting, temperature, setting, mood; basically work in the framework that suits you best and makes you happiest and most productive.

Less Stress

The stress of commuting in bumper-to-bumper traffic at rush hour in many countries is extremely counterproductive and can lead to disgruntled workers who are already exhausted and worn before they have even begun their day. This is especially true where the workplace is far from the office. Other stresses often cited include unfriendly coworkers, a suboptimal work environment and constant distractions.

Better Work/Life Balance

Work/life balance, the aspiration of the modern professional, is often achieved and tuned to satisfaction through a working at home arrangement, particularly when a professional has the flexibility to report into the office and work from the office partially as an option and can fine-tune the arrangement to achieve the most optimal balance.

Disadvantages

Isolation

Often, professionals working from home complain of isolation and loneliness given their removal from their bosses and coworkers and this can be very depressing to some. Since the workplace provides a location to meet people and make friends for many, professionals working from home have to be more creative and resourceful in getting to know people and in staying in touch with their colleagues.

Need for High Self-discipline

Working from home is not for anyone. It takes a lot of dedication, self-control and discipline to motivate yourself to persevere in working at home alone over the long run without succumbing to the distractions and losing drive and momentum. Often a partial arrangement where you report into the office once or twice a week is the optimal arrangement as it allows for close interaction with colleagues and supervisors and ensures you remain in touch with company developments while still permitting you the comfort and convenience of working from home.

Throw-away Lifestyle

 is a human society strongly influenced by consumerism. The term describes a critical view of over-consumption and excessive production of short-lived or disposable items.

Rise of Packaging Waste

Between the start of New York City waste collections in 1905 and 2005 there was a tenfold rise in ‘product waste’（packaging and old products）, from 92 to 1, 242 pounds per person per year. Containers and packaging now represent 32 percent of all municipal solid waste. Non-durable goods（products used less than three years）are 27 percent, and durable goods are 16 percent.

Food Waste

In 2004, a University of Arizona study indicates that forty to fifty percent of all edible food never gets eaten. Every year $43 billion worth of edible food is estimated to be thrown away.

Planned Obsolescence

Planned obsolescence or built-in obsolescence in industrial design is a policy of planning or designing a product with a limited useful life, so it will become obsolete, that is, unfashionable or no longer functional after a certain period of time. Planned obsolescence has potential benefits for a producer because to obtain continuing use of the product the consumer is under pressure to purchase again, whether from the same manufacturer（a replacement part or a newer model）, or from a competitor which might also rely on planned obsolescence.

For an industry, planned obsolescence stimulates demand by encouraging purchasers to buy sooner if they still want a functioning product. Built-in obsolescence is used in many different products. There is, however, the potential backlash of consumers who learn that the manufacturer invested money to make the product obsolete faster; such consumers might turn to a producer（if any exists）that offers a more durable alternative.

How We Became a Throw-away Society

I once had a house guest from South America. During his visit, I happened to throw an old, broken blender in the trash. The next day it was sitting on my counter——in working order. In his world, people simply cannot afford to replace a malfunctioning item. They take the time and figure out how to fix it. In Cuba, they are still driving cars from the 1950's, mainly because they do not have a choice. New American cars have not been available since the Revolution and subsequent embargo.

In contrast, the U. S. is renowned as a“throw-away society. ”On average, each American generates 4. 6 lbs. of garbage every day（source: U. S. EPA, 2006. ）I believe a combination of factors have contributed to this phenomenon.

‘Planned obsolescence' is not a myth. It is a manufacturing philosophy developed in the 1920's and 1930's, when mass production became popular. The goal is to make a product or part that will fail, or become less desirable over time or after a certain amount of use. This puts pressure the consumer to buy again. Advertising trains consumers to want what is new and improved. It convinces them that the more they have, the happier they will be. Vance Packard, author of The Waste Makers, book published in 1960, called this ‘the systematic attempt of business to make us wasteful, debt-ridden, permanently discontented individuals. ’

Planned obsolescence does keep costs down. Instead of making an expensive product that will last a long time, businesses produce more affordable, disposable items. In addition, technological advances are happening at a breakneck pace. Some electronic items have become so inexpensive that it is cheaper to replace them. Labour and parts are pricey. Few consumers would pay $50 or more to repair a broken VCR, when they can purchase a brand new DVD player for $50.

Busy people often value their time and convenience more than money. It takes time, patience（and some skill）to darn socks. Complicated, computerised equipment may be difficult to repair. If a car starts to have mechanical problems, replacing it with a newer, more reliable model may be more appealing than tolerating it being in the shop for a week.

Multinational Corporations

Negative Impacts

In an era of globalisation, multinational corporations are increasing in number, and there are no shortage of opinions about their presence. Some people welcome them since they can be good for economies, consumers and capitalism. However, they do have a negative side as they aren't always as good for economies as they initially appear.

Outsourcing

● The perils of outsourcing are well documented as it has led to significant job loss in the U. S. However, there is also another negative impact. Multinational corporations' presence in other countries often doesn't benefit the economies of these countries as poverty continues to rise in spite of the additional jobs that don't pay that well. Moreover, multinational companies aren't subject to the same environmental and labour laws as they are at home.

Environmental Impact

● Multinational corporations have a reputation for leaving a large carbon footprint when they enter other countries with looser environmental regulations. This disregard for the environment, whether through greenhouse gas emissions or polluting native habitats, poses a significant negative impact from the cost of doing business. Moreover, conducting operations on a global scale uses up resources, such as energy and fossil fuels.

Small Business

● Small businesses often struggle in the shadows of multinational corporations. At best, they are able to survive the competition, or they could be bought out. If they decline, they run the risk of eventually going out of business, which can happen all too often since multinationals are able to offer high volume deals and discounts that small businesses can't match. Customers may want to support the local companies, but price often trumps sentiment.

Benefits of Transnational Corporations

Multinational corporations that invest in host countries can impact those countries in several ways. For example, developing countries are generally characterised by weak, technologically backward domestic enterprises. The entry of a multinational corporation into a backward market will result in an infusion of investment capital, advanced technology and expert knowledge, which may benefit the developing country if that knowledge and technology is transferred to the local population.

Transition Economies

● The evolving economies of developing countries are attractive to multinational corporations because of their low labour costs, abundant resources and large customer bases. Host countries that are growing, open their markets to attract foreign investment that the corporations can supply. Economies in transition also may benefit from the infusion of intellectual capital, financial resources, best practices and technology that they otherwise would not have access to.

Foreign Direct Investment

● Foreign direct investment in host countries can help to improve productivity, growth and exports, but the relationship between multinationals and host economies varies based on the industry and specific country. For example, China has seen some of the positive benefits of foreign direct investment. In 1998, China ranked 32nd on the exporting scale, but by 2004, the country was ranked the 3rd largest exporter in the world. This export boom has been credited to substantial inflows of foreign direct investment from multinational corporations during this period.

Work-life Balance

Work-life balance is a concept including proper prioritising between ‘work’（career and ambition）and ‘lifestyle’（health, pleasure, leisure, family and spiritual development/meditation）. Related, though broader, terms include ‘lifestyle calm balance’ and ‘lifestyle choices’.

Most recently, there has been a shift in the workplace as a result of advances in technology. As Bowswell and Olson-Buchanan stated, ‘increasingly sophisticated and affordable technologies have made it more feasible for employees to keep contact with work’. Employees have many methods, such as emails, computers, and cell phones, which enable them to accomplish their work beyond the physical boundaries of their office. Employees may respond to an email or a voice mail after-hours or during the weekend, typically while not officially ‘on the job’. Researchers have found that employees who consider their work roles to be an important component of their identities will be more likely to apply these communication technologies to work while in their non-work domain.

Identity Through Work

By working in an organisation, employees identify, to some extent, with the organisation, as part of a collective group. Organisational values, norms and interests become incorporated in the self-concept as employees increase their identification with the organisation. However, employees also identify with their outside roles, or their ‘true self'. Examples of these might be parental/caretaker roles, identifications with certain groups, religious affiliations, align with certain values and morals, mass media etc.

Employee interactions with the organisation, through other employees, management, customers, or others, reinforces（or resists）the employee identification with the organisation. Simultaneously, the employee must manage their ‘true self’ identification. In other words, identity is ‘fragmented and constructed’ through a number of interactions within and out of the organization; employees don't have just one self.

Most employees identify with not only the organisation, but also other facets of their life（family, children, religion, etc. ）. Sometimes these identities align and sometimes they do not. When identities are in conflict, the sense of a healthy work-life balance may be affected. Organisation members must perform identity work so that they align themselves with the area in which they are performing to avoid conflict and any stress as a result.

Work, Family or Personal Life: Why not All Three?

Work is taking over the lives of many of us in today's fast-paced, global environment, and if we do not guard ourselves against work-life imbalance, there could be increasing work-family conflicts and stress resulting from long hours and workload escalation. Vacations are getting shorter and are often clubbed with work, or even worse, many do not have the time for a vacation. Quality family time is getting invaded by the omnipresence of media and the Internet. It has been well established that most adults suffer adverse health effects from stress, and 75-90% of all physician office visits are for stress-related ailments and complaints. Stress is linked to the six leading causes of death: heart disease, cancer, lung ailments, accidents, cirrhosis of the liver and suicide. People who experience stress typically go through different stages and degrees of suffering and along the way they pass on their stress to their direct environment, their families, co-workers and friends. Research in the field of work and family has well established the spillover and crossover effects of stress affecting co-workers, spouses, children, and the community at large. Decrease in work-life balance has been linked to higher unwanted turnover, lower physical and psychological well-being, lower productivity, greater stress-related ailments, and the like. The Waste is immeasurable.

Myth of the Ideal Employee

Myth of an ideal employee perpetuated by the society creates intense time pressure, or what some refer to as a time famine, which can lead to stress and job dissatisfaction, possibly creating work-family conflict. The male model of work prescribes an ideal employee who is male, full-time, and continuously at work from the end of the education, fully committed to the organisation, and without any responsibilities outside of work. This model is no longer valid and has become outdated. In addition, we can also observe a change in attitudes toward what constitutes a successful career, especially among the newer generations. The current generation started to question old assumptions about how work is done, how to show commitment, where and when to work, and how to advance in the company. Along with having a highly paid job, they strive for a more ‘complete’ life that includes both a successful professional and a personal life. Organisations that monopolise the time of employees challenge the ability of employees to perform well in other important roles within the family and the community.

Changing Demographics and the Impact on Work-life Balance

The percentage of women in the active work population has increased rapidly in many countries around the world, including ours. As a consequence, we have seen the proliferation of dual-income families where role expectations toward men and women, both in their work activities and their domestic responsibilities, have radically changed. Apart from the many positive effects of women's integration into the work force, like the increase in nations' productivity, the wealth and consumption power of families, the financial independence of women, and an improvement of gender equity, there are some negatives in the form of pressure on family time. Due to this new mix of gender equity, shifting role expectations, and family time scarcity, many men and women are required to find new ways to balance their professional and personal lives. Judging from the high rate of separations and divorces, many couples seem to struggle with the new reality. Separations of couples have resulted in an increasing prevalence of new family forms, like mono-parental and mixed families, in which two single parents together raise their children of previous marriages. In these families, working men and women are experiencing increasing levels of work-family conflict.

Couples have started to postpone and control their procreative activity, resulting in an increasing average first childbearing age and a considerable reduction in fertility. These demographic trends suggest that individuals have less of a traditional support at home, i. e. , one spouse taking care of the home, less of a child centered family life（i. e. , children being a diversion from work）and more work centrality, especially among well-educated career professionals（i. e. , self-worth may be originating more from work roles than other life roles）. In other words, changes in workplace demographics may have created the potential for a strain on work-life balance and burn out. Some of these changes in the Indian family structure are amply reflected by the national consensus data. According to the 1981 census, the population growth was higher than the growth of households, a phenomenon which saw a turnaround in 1991 census which showed that the number of households grew at a faster pace than the population and this trend gathered further strength in 2001 census data. This perhaps indicates that nuclearisation of families is growing in the society which is more evident in urban areas than in the rural, although happening in both the settings.

Implications of Work-life Balance

Individuals experiencing greater work-life balance have better health and wellness, greater organisational commitment, greater job satisfaction, better goal achievement, and family happiness. At the family level, work-life balance promotes greater marital and family stability, family cohesion, and marital and family happiness. Work-life balance reduces turnover, improves performance, and lowers the incidences of lateness and absenteeism. All of us should strive for policies and practices that create an enriching working environment. In the end, optimising the harmony between the different spheres of life serves multiple purposes: economic, social, and ethical. Recent initiatives in this direction are on-site day care centres/creches which are convenient for employees with kids. Help from the organisation with the time consuming and the less desirable chores like picking up the dry cleaning, going grocery shopping, paying bills can go a long way in improving productivity and work-life balance.

To reduce the detrimental effects of a sedentary life style, many organisations are now equipping themselves with fitness centres that employees can use on work time to relieve stress, and a staff of doctors, nurses, and physical therapists available to the employees at any time, all at no expense to the employee. As a result of these Work-life balance implementations, the organisations enjoy an extremely low turnover rate of 3%, low absenteeism, and high employee and customer satisfaction.

Conclusion

Work, family and personal life should be complimentary to each other and not conflicting with each other. Some are successful in their careers but fail in family and personal life, whereas some others who have a vibrant personal and family life are below par at work. Being successful in one sphere of life at the cost of the other is not a healthy sign. In the long run, family happiness and a decent personal life are key determinants of a successful career. A balancing act among these domains may not be as easy as we think, but a sincere attempt in this direction will definitely yield fruitful results.

Happiness and Tradition

Our Lonely Society

Although evolution suggests that we're designed to live in close communities and sociology teaches us that we thrive in close co-operation with each other, our modern way of life isolates us from others. One explanation why Western society might be richer but no happier is that we've been drifting further apart.

Evolutionary psychologists believe that, as a species, we are unsuited to the physical and social environment we now inhabit. Instead, more of us live alone in small apartments, work at home, and shop and socialise online. Or we commute long distances back and forth to work long hours at the office, barely finding time to spend with our families. Congested streets prevent our children from playing outside, where they would be free to meet other children. In such an environment, it would be surprising if our relationships did not suffer.

There aren't any national statistics that show the quality of those relationships, but a range of statistics suggests that the relationships which research has shown to be so vital to our health and well-being are under threat by trends in our society. Our cities and public spaces are more crowded, but more of us are living alone. The percentage of households occupied by one person more than doubled from 6% in 1972 to 12% in 2008. More of us live alone since our population is ageing and we're having fewer children. At the same time, the divorce rate has almost doubled in the past 50 years. The number of lone parent households is rising. Because of careers or education more of us live further from our families and the communities we grew up in. According to one survey, the number of people who die alone for whom ‘pauper funerals’ are arranged is rising, which indicates that for many people the loneliness lasts until their final days and is accompanied by poverty.

Behind such statistics are demographic changes and lifestyle choices. But shifts in attitude also play a part: today, socialising and investing time in social ties are generally seen as less important than 'productive 'activities like work. Writing about loneliness in 21st-century America, Harvard professors of psychiatry Jacqueline Olds and Richard Schwartz refer to the 'cult of busyness' that has become a modern badge of honour. They suggest that we face so much pressure to be 'productive' that we neglect 'unnecessary' relationships that are as vital as food and water. Long working hours are frequently cited as having a negative impact on family life. For many people, working long hours is a necessity to support their families, rather than a choice. However, it's important to remember that work is also an antidote to loneliness, and being out of work can make us feel isolated.

Priorities for policy include:

● lessons in schools to build up children's resilience;

● health provision that gives as much weight to patient expectation and well-being as to clinical outcomes;

● community policies that encourage neighbours to know each other;

● transport and economic policies for lower commuting times;

● apprenticeships and schemes for teenagers that strengthen psychological fitness;

● housing that does not isolate people and allows children to play.

Traditions Change Over Time

Can you think of any ethnic traditions in your family? Perhaps you can't think of any right now. If you can't, you're not alone. Traditions do not remain the same. They very often change.

Why would traditions change? How do they change? Who changes them? To answer these questions you can look at your own neighbourhood, and talk to your family and friends.

New Homes

When immigrants came to the United States（and Iowa）they often tried to settle with people from their own country. Some towns in Iowa were settled by ethnic groups like Pella, settled by Dutch immigrants; Elk Horn, settled by Danish people, and Schleswig settled by Germans. Living together helped them to continue their traditions from the old country. In Davenport, a German family could read Der Demokrat, a German-language newspaper, and belong to the Turnverein Society, a social club. An Irish couple might attend St. Mary's Catholic Church. In Des Moines Italian children might eat bread purchased from an Italian bakery.

However, as they became more familiar with their new homes, they began to assimilate（take part in or absorb）into the larger community. Immigrants no longer belonged to ethnic organisations. A family might have shopped at a larger grocer more often than at the nearby bakery. Churches served people from many ethnic groups instead of just one. People ate at restaurants or with friends instead of eating traditional food at home.

Spring Rolls for Dinner

Most Iowans are exposed to traditions from other ethnic groups. What ethnic restaurants have you eaten at? What ethnic holidays or celebrations do you take part in? This influence reflects the diverse cultures in Iowa. These traditions can be borrowed, and therefore often become part of our own family traditions. Do you decorate a Christmas tree? This idea comes from Germany. Do you like to eat egg or spring rolls for dinner? This tradition comes from China.

Changing to Fit In

Sometimes traditions change because they are difficult to maintain in a new country or as the new society changes. Recipes are adapted because some ingredients are not available. A German grandmother may have made her own saurkraut, but today it takes too much time to make it from scratch. It is much easier to buy it at a grocery store. Ethnic clothing is put away. 'American' clothing is worn so people can feel like they 'fit in' with the crowd.

People may also lose interest in their ethnic background. A German child in Davenport did not like to eat plum dumplings, a traditional recipe. So she does not make these for her own children. Some people do not feel that their ethnic roots have importance in their lives so they don't continue ethnic traditions.

Finally, some people wished to begin their new lives in the United States by leaving behind old traditions. What is your last name? Is it the same name that your ancestors brought from their country? Changing names is one way people leave behind tradition. Koch might be changed to Cook. Smith might have been Schmidt. First names are also changed. A father might be named Josef, but the son could be named Joseph.

Discover Old Traditions

Take some time to investigate your own changing family traditions. Talk to older family members to learn about traditions that the family no longer celebrates. Why were they stopped? What new traditions took the place of old ones? You may even find some traditions that you wish to start again!

In many countries, concerted attempts are being made to preserve traditions that are at risk of being lost. A number of factors can exacerbate the loss of tradition, including industrialisation, globalisation, and the assimilation or marginalisation of specific cultural groups. Customary celebrations and lifestyles are among the traditions that are sought to be preserved.

In Japan, certain artworks, structures, craft techniques and performing arts are considered by the Japanese government to be a precious legacy of the Japanese people, and are protected under the Japanese Law for the Protection of Cultural Properties. This law also identifies people skilled at traditional arts as ‘National Living Treasures’, and encourages the preservation of their craft.

A lot of businesses would be impossible or much less efficient without modern communications technology. Service businesses are the most obvious. The pizza or lo mein is much more likely to arrive hot if customer, dispatcher and customer can easily communicate. Plumbers and electricians can not only get to the right place quickly but can order new supplies and ask technical questions easily. Communication improves every business that is information intensive and time critical.

Civil

The days when criminals can outrun the law are over. Broadcast technology makes it possible to inform citizens about disasters and emergencies. The number of lives saved by satellite reconnaissance and TV technology in hurricane regions is enormous. Similar results in tornado regions come from two other communication marvels: radio and Doppler radar. A wired society can function more smoothly.

Warning

With cell phone popularity rising, there has also been a rise in cell phone related accidents. While able to use a cell phone in the car is convenient, it has to be safe. Talking and texting while driving are dangerous. If you need to talk while driving there are two options you can choose. You can pull over or buy a hands-free device to use, such as a headset.

Additionally, some concern has been raised about cell phone radiation and how it might affect the brain if held against the ear for long periods of time. For this reason it can be important to check SAR levels（specific absorption rate）for a cell phone as they vary（see Cnet link in References）.

Safety

One of the most important downsides to cell phone and email use is safety. Using cell phones while driving can increase the likelihood of getting into an accident, and phone use can even cause bodily injury when walking due to decreased awareness. Email accounts can open a user up to identity thieves that may pose as the user's bank or other authority figures in an attempt to steal vital financial or personal information. Email accounts are also commonly subjected to 'spam, ' or unwanted messages that sometimes contain harmful data like viruses.

Privacy

A potential drawback of using cell phones and email is a lack of privacy. For instance, emails are saved on a computer, and oftentimes passwords are also saved, meaning other users of your computer might be able to gain access to your emails. Furthermore, you often use cell phones in public places where other people can hear your conversation, which can be awkward if the direction of the conversation becomes too personal. Emails are also considered informal, and do not carry the same degree of personal connection and care as receiving a hand-written note or letter.

Quality of Communication

It is common to see someone multitasking while communicating with someone else. You could be talking on the phone while surfing the Internet; you could be checking e-mail and using your mobile phone simultaneously. Communications technologies have made all this possible. However, although you think that you are saving time by engaging in this sort of multitasking, the net effect is that the quality of the communication suffers if you can't give your undivided attention to the person you are communicating with.

Reduction in Face-to-Face Interaction

The Internet has made it possible to keep in touch with people from anywhere in the world. And you can communicate on the go using text messaging and cell phones. This has led to some complaints that such technology has led to a decrease in face-to-face interactions. Communicating with someone face-to-face allows you to watch their nonverbal cues, such as a smile or a frown, and this is another layer of communication. Technology doesn't allow people to catch these sorts of nonverbal cues. As Dr. Pam Hayes, an Alaska psychologist, tells the paper, ‘I think there is the potential for greater richness in face-to-face interaction because you lose the body cues and facial expressions when you're doing work on the Internet. The subtle forms of communications are lost over the Internet. '

Social Isolation

Another downside to communication technology is that even as we communicate with more and more people using various technologies, some people feel more isolated than connected. The paper cites a study done in the 1990s on the effects of Internet use on social well-being. The study found that some people who used the Internet a lot for communication actually felt more isolated than before.

Cultural Globalisation

Cultural globalisation refers to the transmission of ideas, meanings and values across national borders. This process is marked by the spread of commodities and ideologies, which become standardized around the world. Mass consumption serves as a facilitator between different people and cultures around the globe as a result of the exponential growth of the human population. Through technological advancement, culture has been moving beyond borders and boundaries, transforming through locations the shared meanings of culture. Through the process of sharing the ideas and values of one culture to another ultimately leads to an interconnectedness between various populations from diverse cultures.

Perspectives on globalisation

Jan Nederveen Pieterse's（2004）beliefs are that globalisation should be viewed as a long term historical process. He conceived globalisation as a human integration and hybridisation, arguing that it is possible to detect cultural mixing across continents and regions back many centuries. These ideas refer to the movement of religious practices, language and culture brought by Spanish colonisation of the Americas. This, however, contrasts with many economists and sociologists, who trace the origins of globalisation to capitalism, as well as modernity, which have been facilitated through technological advances.

One of the dominant perspectives of globalisation asserts that it is a process of transfiguration of worldwide diversity into a pandemic westernized consumer culture. Many critics argue that the dominance of American culture influencing the entire world will ultimately result in the end of cultural diversity. This has been associated with the destruction of cultural identities, dominated by a homogenized and westernized, consumer culture. The global influence of American products, businesses and culture in other countries around the world has been referred to as Americanisation. This influence is represented through that of American-based Television programmes which are rebroadcast throughout the world. Major American companies such as McDonalds and Coca-Cola have played a major role in the spread of American culture across the globe. Terms such as Coca-colonization have been coined to refer to the dominance of American products in foreign countries, which some critics of globalisation view as a threat to the cultural identity of these nations. Another perspective regards globalisation as a process of hybridisation on which cultural mixture and adaptation continuously transform and renew cultural forms. As anthropologist Roy Wagner has argued, cultures are constantly changing and being recreated as part of an ongoing process. In particular, cultures are being formed through various internal pressures and influences. However, culture is also shaped by external forces; thus indicating that it is not a homogeneous, discrete and bounded entity. Rather, cultures overlap as well as draw from other traditions. The Indian experience particularly reveals the plurality of the impact of cultural globalisation.

Big Question: How is Globalisation Changing Culture?

Globalisation has propagated economic opportunity, elevated human rights and improved access to information, technology and goods for people all over the world. Critics argue that these benefits have come at a steep price: the sacrificing of regional cultural identity for Western ideals.

Globalisation can affect culture in a few basic ways. One interpretation suggests that globalisation disperses any and every culture throughout the world, making the planet more heterogeneous, forging deeper connections between different groups. For example, teens in the United States gain an understanding of Japanese culture through animation, comic books and video games, while teens throughout Asia learn about the American way of life by watching U. S. TV shows and movies.

Others argue that globalisation makes culture more homogenous, leading to a unified world culture that consists of watered-down versions of regional cultural trends. Japanese sushi can be consumed in virtually any country in the world, and favorites from French pastries to ‘American’ fried chicken can be found from Florida to Hong Kong. Proponents argue that this only affects things like consumer goods and the media, while critics worry that it weakens traditional culture.

The impact of globalisation on culture may also be seen as a blend of the heterogeneous and homogenous, or a ‘glocalisation’ of sorts. Glocalisation can be understood as the development of hybrid cultures at the local level, as foreign cultures reach local soil, such as in the creation of fusion cuisine or music. In the 21st century, this impact has been felt in American movies, where foreign films like The Departed are remade for the U. S. market.

One of the most common arguments against globalisation is that it forces American culture onto the world, Westernising other nations. Will everyone one day wear blue jeans and eat at McDonald's? We don't know. Globalisation can work both ways: Even American blue jeans were forged from different cultures. They were developed by a German immigrant; their denim comes from the name of the French town where it originated（de Nimes）; and ‘jeans’ comes from ‘Genes,’ a name used to describe a style of pants inspired by the pants worn by Genoan sailors.


第十二章　政府

论点与机经

在雅思大作文中，除了教育和科技以外，另一个重要的话题当属政府类。可是大部分中国“烤鸭”对政府职能的理解与西方国家的公众有所不同。西方民主社会把政府主要看作服务职能部门而非权威机构，服务职能主要包括以下几个方面：

1. 保证大众健康；

2. 制定法律，控制犯罪；

3. 进行国际合作，提供国际援助；

4. 提供义务教育；

5. 建设基础设施；

6. 调整人口结构，应对老龄化；

7. 缩小贫富差距，降低失业率；

8. 保护环境。

从下面政府类题目的机经统计表也可以很清楚地看出以上各种政府职能类考题的分布情况。其中环境类话题所占比重较大，所以从政府类分离出来，单算一类。教育话题如果涉及政府职能则算在政府类，否则归为教育类。例如：大学功能的讨论算作教育类，而大学学费应该由学生付还是政府付则算作政府类。为了实施以上的职能，政府主要通过税收的手段，即“取之于民，用之于民”。所以回答政府类题目时，论据通常会涉及税收。另外，政府类的各个话题之间常常有联系，例如：国际援助的方式可以包括教育（建学校），基础设施建设（修桥修路），技术支持等；控制犯罪和教育以及就业都有关系；大学学费如果由政府出，可以解决贫富差距的问题；大众健康和教育水平相关；人口老龄化的一个影响是犯罪率会降低。

中国学生的作文在政府类讨论中的通病是论据空洞，缺乏说服力。例如：关于是否举办奥运会的话题，学生的分论点不外乎显示国力，增加国际影响，促进旅游业发展等。这些听起来好像在替政府做宣传，其实对雅思考官来说并不入耳。从本质上来说，奥运会的宗旨是运动，是强身健体，挑战极限；其次是通过不同文化和种族之间的互动来增进交流与理解。只是在最近几十年，经济和政治方面的考虑越来越多。
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公众健康

首先，健康是政府类最常出现的话题。具体来说，健康类话题包括如何提高大众健康；健康是个人的事还是政府的事；传统食品与国际快餐的对比；食品质量。学生在这方面常见的误解包括“健康完全是个人的事情，生活方式完全是个人的事情”。其实，健康并非仅仅个人的事情，同时也是国家的事情。国民的身体素质关系到整个国家的发展和国力，同时也牵涉到国家在医疗上的投入。所以，国家会关心大众的健康以及他们的生活方式，因为生活方式往往决定了一个人的健康状况。同样的道理，危险运动是否应该被禁止也可以从这个角度来阐述：危险运动所造成的伤害不但给个人和家庭带来痛苦，也给国家造成人才和经济的损失，因此提倡禁止这类运动是有一定道理的。

如何提高大众健康水平呢？除了增加体育设施以外，还有哪些方法？我通常是这样提醒学生的：你的爷爷奶奶身体好吗？他们是怎样养生的？于是学生会回答早睡早起，生活规律，吃得好。这样，第一个主题段落就有内容可写了。然后我会继续追问：他们精神状态好吗？心情怎样？抽烟喝酒吗？这样，第二个主体段落就有的写了。但是如果学生写“不抽烟不喝酒可以提高健康水平”，那么与题目的相关性上还是有些弱。既然大众健康属于政府类话题，那么就要说政府应如何鼓励大众远离烟酒。所以这个论点应该这样阐述“政府应该通过诸如禁止室内吸烟等措施鼓励民众采取健康的生活方式”。同理，说“要饮食规律，注重营养”不如说“国民的食品安全应该得到保障”。

健康的另一个常考话题是传统食品与国际快餐的对比，大部分学生回答这个问题都比较准确。但是当回答教育在饮食习惯上是否有作用时（2010. 12. 11），有些学生会审错题，阐述教育的功能，或者有的学生会仅仅阐述快餐的优势和劣势。这道题的讨论点是题目的第二句话，教育能否阻止人们吃快餐。其实还是讨论快餐的优劣势，只是论述过程中的着眼点不同而已。那么教育有作用的理由是人们关心自己的健康；知识会使大众更加清楚快餐的负面影响，从而更加理性地消费。另一方面，可能教育是有局限性的，因为快餐的某些优势，如快餐比传统食物更便捷，更适合现代生活的快节奏；另外快餐的口味和店面的装饰更吸引小孩子等。

从题目看似与健康无关但其实相关的一道题是2010. 10. 30：除了赋税，公民对社会还有什么责任？通过上面的分析，相信同学们不会落下健康这个论点吧！雅思几个大的话题之间都会有论据交叉使用，在谈论政府类话题时，同学们最好结合其他话题，如教育、科技和环境等。例如，公民的责任除了赋税和自己的健康之外，还应该保护环境，接受教育，遵纪守法等。

Public Health

There is no doubt that health is an essential factor to ensure people's quality of life and public health has always been one of the responsibilities of a government. In summary, my opinion is that public heath should be enhanced in diverse ways with reasonable investments in sport facilities as one of the options to accomplish this goal. In essence, the best way to improve public health is through the combination of physical exercise, sound medical care services, healthy lifestyle and clean environment. （表语从句+被动句）（291 words）

The increase of repeated crimes has forced us to question the function of prison. It is undeniable that putting criminals into prison can contribute to a lower crime rate. As offenders are isolated from the society, they cannot threaten the social security any more. 这道题透露了传统艺术的一个重要性：使国家文明。艺术具有地域和民族的独特性，因此也是民族和国家团结的重要因素，是国家身份的符号，例如：敦煌的壁画，山西的剪纸，地方戏剧等。即使在今天的全球化背景下，民族身份和家庭认同仍然是个人自我价值的一个重要因素。而且，在文化趋同的趋势下，越有民族特色的东西越有价值。所以国家有必要资助传统艺术。

Some people think that government should only spend money on the construction of public services rather than waste on the arts such as music and painting. To what extent do you agree or disagree? (2011. 06. 11)

Citius, Altius, Fortius is Latin for 'Faster, Higher, Stronger' and is the fundamental motto of the Olympic Games, a well known international event that symbolises sports in all its glory. The motto itself suggests that sports, indeed, are very competitive and without competition sports become recreational activities. In fact, due to competitiveness, physical injuries are present in almost all sports, even in sports that do not require much physical activity, such as dressage. Popular professional sports, especially Football and Cricket, have their share of serious physical injuries as well. However, many of the sports that have such risks use protective measures which effectively reduce the danger of injury and death and should not at all be banned.

Everyone has the right to liberty, as is said in the UN Declaration of Human Rights; in other words, everyone has the right to participate in a sport they wish. Keeping this in mind, athletes who participate in sports containing possibility of physical injury fully acknowledge the danger of participation but still prefer to continue. Athletes dedicate their time and effort to master the art of the sport. Athletes in China begin training at the age of twelve simply because they desire to, and not because their government or their peers or their parents force them to. If sports such as Gymnastics——which is known for its risk of injury——however, were to be banned, then the athletes would be deprived of their right. And also because athletes earn pay from sports, they will not be able to sustain a family if their income sources are banned: yet another case of deprivation of Human Rights.

Speaking of financial benefits, the economies of certain nations flourish on domestic sports, which incidentally, contain a large risk of injury or death. In Nepal many tourists flock to watch Elephant Polo, a sport in which elephants are notorious for stampeding out of control. However, if the sport was banned then Nepal would lose a huge source of revenue. In addition, the peaks of Himalayas and the Alps do not only serve as an aesthetic lure but also as a challenge for many thrill seeking mountaineers that contribute significantly to the tourism division. These sports have also brought recognition to their respective countries. Nepal is famed for the high peaks in the Himalayas mainly due to efforts in mountaineering. Domestic sports are also a representation of the culture of the country and must be preserved rather than eradicated.

Major International Sporting events also have significant risk of injury, yet must continue because, undeniably, they have diverse benefits too. Exchange of culture, foremost, is a huge benefit of International Sports. Especially in the Olympics, athletes, coaches and even spectators experience different cultures and even in the diversity they are united in support of the spirit of sport. Sports also serve as entertainment, and the athletes as entertainers. Formula One racing and Motor GP, two prime sports which require immense physical commitment and are acknowledged for their hazards, reap huge funds which can be used for charity through donations: simply because they are entertaining to watch. On the same hand, Tennis matches are continually held in order to raise money for noble causes. One might argue that these sports should be banned regardless, but considering how athletes become increasingly adept at reducing personal injury while technology persistently aspires to introduce evermore safety measures, it is justifiable to state the benefits far outweigh the risks.

Indeed, sports are the exemplification of the human body as well as the human mind. And in this exemplification the spirit of sport was born. Every athlete knows this very well, understands the risks, and yet still pursues the sport with dedication. It would be a shame after all the effort that has been put in sports to see them banned, especially now when risks of serious injury or death are a thing of the past.

Advantages of Hosting a Major Event

Hosting a major sporting event can give many economic, social and cultural benefits. However, the costs of hosting the event can also be quite high. What determines whether the benefits outweigh the costs?

Raise Profile of City/Country

Raising the profile of a city can lead to lasting economic benefits. For example, cities which host the Olympics can be assured of a persistent increase in recognition and tourism. Barcelona and Sydney have seen this from hosting the Olympics. When South Africa hosted the Rugby World Cup and later the Football World Cup, it was a defining moment in highlighting the new 'post-apartheid' South Africa. This raised profile can be important for giving economic benefits, such as, attracting tourists and business investment.

Long Term Investment

A significant benefit is the long-term investment which comes from preparing for a major event. The city/country will have a legacy of being improved. Also, cities will usually have to invest in infrastructure and transport to influx of cities. For example, there has been significant investment in public transport projects around London. This will leave a lasting legacy for residents of London, especially East London.

Jobs and Investment

The several years of planning and investment will help create jobs and can revitalise depressed cities. This was an important claim of the London Olympics, choosing a site in East London, which at the time was relatively depressed.

Enthusiasm

It is often easy to find reasons not to host a major sporting event, too much debt, more important priorities. But, a major sporting event can create enthusiasm and excitement for such an event. It can help promote uptake of sport which has lasting benefits for the nation's health. Also, a major sporting event can lead to a rise in volunteerism which promotes civic virtues.

Short Term Economic Benefits

The Olympics will see a surge in visitors, athletes and media. This will provide an increase in spending and injection of money into the local economy. However, this injection of money, will only be short-term（a few weeks）and make little overall impact on the wider economy. Also, the injection of foreign visitors may be offset by locals leaving to avoid the influx and over-crowding.

Disadvantages of Hosting Major Sporting Events

Cost of Building Stadiums

To host a major sporting event like the Olympics can cost significant sums, which have to be paid for by the taxpayer. Costs of Olympics have a tendency to rise over time and be much greater than expected.

Short-Term Use

Many facilities built for the Olympics can never be fully used again. e. g. an 80, 000 athletic stadium will rarely be full outside of the Olympics. This can be mitigated by careful planning.

Potential for Negative Publicity

If things go well, a city can benefit from positive publicity, but if things go badly, it can cause the opposite. For example, the Winter Olympics has received adverse publicity because of corruption and cost over-runs. The football World Cup in Qatar, could back-fire, if players complain about the heat. Delhi suffered negative publicity over the state of its facilities at the Commonwealth Games.

Cost of Security

Major sporting events increasingly have to implement higher levels of security. This is both costly and can restrict freedom of movement of local citizens during games.

Higher Taxes to Pay Cost

Some cities have seen an increase in tax post games to finance a loss making sporting event.

Prison Function

Prison education, also known as Inmate Education and Correctional Education, is a broad term that encompasses any number of educational activities occurring inside a prison. These educational activities include both vocational training and academic education. The goal of such activities is to prepare the prisoner for success outside of prison and to enhance the rehabilitative aspects of prison. Educational opportunities can be divided into two general categories: academic education and vocational training.

Reductions in Recidivism

Prison education has been shown to successfully reduce the recidivism rate for released prisoners. In the US, the rate of recidivism within three years of release is found to be between 43. 3% and 51. 8%. Those release prisoners who received an education had a significantly lower rate of recidivism.

Personal Development

To those afforded the opportunity to further their education, it 'may be the first glimmer of hope that（they）can escape the cycles of poverty and violence that have dominated their lives'. Pursuing an education can also undo some of the damage accrued during their stay in prison; it can awaken senses numbed and release creativity that is both therapeutic and rehabilitative. With good skills and an education, released prisoners can overcome a prison record easier. 75% of college-educated ex-prisoners are able to surmount the stigma of their criminal record to find stable employment. This employment helps the ex-prisoners get out of prison and stay out.

Controversy

Sceptics claim that, in many cases, prison education produces nothing more than 'better educated criminals'. However, many studies have shown significant decreases in recidivism. ‘The more educational programmes successfully completed for each six months confined the lower the recidivism rate’according to Harer（1994）, in his Federal Bureau of Prisons Office of Research & Evaluation report.

Preventing Crime and Cutting Its Cost

Over the past few decades, crime has skyrocketed, and so have its costs. Nations are spending increasing amounts on health and property as well as on the police, prosecution, court and prisons. Crime control uses up about 5 per cent of gross domestic product（GDP）in developed countries and up to 14 per cent in developing countries, according to a recent study.

But this spending has done little to reverse crime rates or reform offenders. The number of repeat offenders among former prisoners——over 50 per cent in many countries——remains discouragingly high.

With crime stubbornly resisting so-called 'punitive' efforts to fight it, interest among legal experts has gradually shifted to innovative methods of preventing criminality, rather than punishing it. Several studies have shown that crime prevention can significantly cut down on offences as well as costs.

For example, delinquency in public places can be reduced using civilian guards——recruited from the unemployed——and closed circuit television. And young disadvantaged persons are less likely to be arrested if they are given job skills training or incentives to complete school.

‘There is a growing body of literature showing that crime prevention is successful and may be more cost effective than traditional, punitive approaches’, says Pino Arlacchi, Executive Director of the United Nations Office for Drug Control and Crime Prevention（ODCCP）. ‘Not only are these strategies important in reducing conventional crime, but they can protect young people from the recruiters of organized crime’, he noted.

Delegates to the Congress will zero in on two major avenues of preventing crime that have been explored over the past two decades——social prevention and situational prevention.

Curbing Criminal Desire

Social prevention works at eliminating problems that may lead a young person to crime, such as inadequate parenting, poor early education or bad physical and mental health. The community lends a hand by teaching young people about the rule of law, building up local police/community relations and setting up reception centres for unemployed youngsters or voluntary treatment programmes for drug addicts.

Reducing Temptation

Situational crime prevention uses up-to-date technology, surveillance and building design to ward off potential criminals. The result has been a sharp rise in the private policing and security industries, increased surveillance by local residents or non-police professionals and the widespread use of technical aids, such as closed-circuit television and speed cameras.

Thwarting Organised Crime

Crime prevention has become increasingly popular to combat organised crime. Key strategies include counteracting the appeal of criminal groups through social and cultural programmes in schools or the media, boosting efforts to discourage juvenile delinquency and reducing opportunities for organised crime by limiting illegal markets. For example, health-care projects or information campaigns may squeeze criminal markets by reducing the demand for illicit drugs or sexual services.

Crime Prevention

They agree that governments must go beyond law enforcement and criminal justice to tackle the risk factors that cause crime because it is more cost effective and leads to greater social benefits than the standard ways of responding to crime. Interestingly, multiple opinion polls also confirm public support for investment in prevention. Waller uses these materials in Less Law, More Order to propose specific measures to reduce crime as well as a crime bill.

Some of the highlights of these authorities are set out below with some sources for further reading. The World Health Organisation Guide（2004）complements the World Report on Violence and Health（2002）and the 2003 World Health Assembly Resolution 56-24 for governments to implement nine recommendations, which were:

1. Create, implement and monitor a national action plan for violence prevention.

2. Enhance capacity for collecting data on violence.

3. Define priorities for, and support research on, the causes, consequences, costs and prevention of violence.

4. Promote primary prevention responses.

5. Strengthen responses for victims of violence.

6. Integrate violence prevention into social and educational policies, and thereby promote gender and social equality.

7. Increase collaboration and exchange of information on violence prevention.

8. Promote and monitor adherence to international treaties, laws and other mechanisms to protect human rights.

9. Seek practical, internationally agreed responses to the global drugs and global arms trade.

Let's face it, children are inquisitive creatures, and if they are not taught right from wrong early in life, you may see them in handcuffs before you see them win a Nobel Prize. Creation of education programmes in schools would be a great way for children to learn about the dangers of crime, and how easy it could be to become involved with the wrong crowd. In fact, the year 1999 recorded that 17 percent of all United State's arrests were juveniles below the age of 18, as well as youths two years younger who made up 32 percent of juvenile arrests. These statistics could be substantially lowered if instructional facilities devised ways of spreading the word about crime and prevention to today's adolescent society.

Parents also need to get involved as much as possible. Guardians are as much as responsible for their children's behaviours as the children themselves. You would be surprised how effective just talking to your kids can be. Give them facts; true stories, and possible consequences for various crimes, and most importantly, listen. Your own may be trying to cry out for help as well. Watch for signs that your children may need assistance, such as fatigue, quietness, loss of appetite, or excessive aggressiveness. If they do not listen to you, don't push it, but instead suggest alternative ways of releasing built-up pressure, such as writing in a journal, or talking to a professional.

Another effective contributor would be to marshal neighbourhood watches.

Neighbourhoods should not be hazardous, but a safe haven for children and adults alike. Unfortunately though, crime happens every day in a world where parents are afraid to let their kids play outside in their front yard. However, with neighbourhood watches, children may be safer to ride their bike or play a pick-up game of soccer. It just takes one person to speak out and get the attention of others, so that everyone can stroll through their lives without any feelings of dread. Someone could talk to his or her local police department about hiring security to glance around in the afternoon or evenings. Someone else may want to read his or her county policies on constructing neighbourhood watch signs, for extra warning for any crook with the slightest inkling of doing harm.

Reporting Crime

Another good offensive in prevention is to report crime to the proper authorities. If ever anyone witnesses or hears about a possible crime, then these people need to contact a police officer or a local sheriff's office to look into that select situation. With reporting, our streets would be cleaned up and safer for everyone. Those criminals wouldn't be a threat to anyone if they were punished for their crime, and possibly come out with the right attitude towards how they treat people. Everyone has a moral obligation to report crime as well, it is not only the right thing to do, but you will be doing everyone a favour.

There is nothing wrong with asking for help either. If anyone is dealing with a life of crime, they need to contact a self-help line or turn themselves in and begin to live life on a new track. Everyone will be extremely grateful.

Crime is something we all have to come to terms with; it's a reality. But don't let you be a victim or commit the crime yourself. Too many people have hassles to deal with in daily life, so if we could accomplish just one civil duty and prevent crime, we would be preventing further corruption and pain that already enthralls us all.

Why Should Government Support the Arts?

State governments today face monumental challenges: record-breaking budget shortfalls, rising unemployment, widespread home foreclosures and escalating needs for public assistance. States are wrestling with these immediate pressures while also trying to address long-term concerns about education, economic competitiveness and health care. All the while, public managers and elected officials must uphold the principles that taxpayers expect: thrift, accountability, equity and transparency.

In this environment, all areas of spending——including the arts——are under increased scrutiny. Lawmakers may question whether government has a legitimate role to play in the arts or may ask why the arts should receive funds when so many other needs are pressing.

We encourage you to welcome dialogue about these issues. The 40-year history of state arts agencies proves that when policymakers understand how the arts benefit government and citizens, they find a way to continue support, even during hard financial times. We hope that this document will help bring those benefits to the foreground and help your state answer common questions about government's role in arts support.

ECONOMIC BENEFITS


The arts help communities to prosper.
 The arts are part of a well-diversified 21st-century economy. Along with nonprofit arts organisations, creative enterprises make significant contributions to state and local economies, generating employment and tax revenues and providing goods and services in high demand by the public.The arts put people to work.
 By investing in the arts, the public sector is fostering a skilled work force of creative occupations that contribute to economic productivity. The arts employ artists, managers, marketers, technicians, teachers, designers, carpenters and workers in a wide variety of other trades and professions. （Sources: National Governors Association; Americans for the Arts; ）The arts attract tourism revenue.
 Cultural tourism is a huge market, comprised of some 118 million cultural travellers——people who include arts and heritage in their trips each year. Furthermore, cultural tourists stay longer and spend 36% more money at their destinations than other kinds of travellers.The arts are a business magnet.
 Arts organisations purchase goods and services that help local merchants thrive. Arts audiences also spend money——more than $100 billion——on admissions, transportation, food, lodging, gifts and souvenirs that boost local economies. The arts act as a magnet for businesses, attracting companies that want to offer their employees and clients a creative climate and an attractive community with high amenity value.The arts give industries a competitive edge.

 Students who receive arts education have stronger social skills, improved motivation to learn and more esteem for themselves and their peers.  In a global economy that is driven by knowledge and ideas, arts education is a necessity. Why can't the private sector do this job?

It takes a mixture of both public and private funds to support the arts. Although many citizens and companies contribute to cultural activities, the benefits of the arts cannot be fully realised without the unique contributions of government. In the marketplace or among individual philanthropists, many motivations（including personal goals and advertising exposure）drive funding decisions. In contrast, government investment serves the public interest and ensures that all areas of a state receive the benefits of the arts. Government support also:

● provides fair access to arts resources, especially among underserved populations;

● accurately assesses the state's cultural needs and assets, then organises efforts to help the state achieve goals that are relevant to its policy priorities;

● provides accountability, ensuring that funds are distributed according to the public interest;

● reduces barriers to public participation in the arts, such as those linked to poverty, geographic isolation, limited education, lack of information, disability, age or ethnicity;

● secures federal Partnership Agreement dollars, which only state arts agencies are eligible to receive on behalf of a state.

Museums make you smarter

There is no doubt that a primary role of museums is to engage and educate the community. Museum exhibits inspire interest in an area of study, item, time period, or an idea——but there's more going on in museums in regard to education than one might think. Schools rely heavily on museums to enhance their curriculum. The New York Museum Education Act, for example, aims to create a partnership between schools and cultural institutions to prepare students for the 21st century. Galleries are becoming classrooms, and not just for kids. Even the museums themselves have interesting histories to inspire and educate visitors. It becomes nearly impossible to exit a museum without having gained any information or insight during your visit.

Museums provide an effective way of learning

Museums are examples of informal learning environments, which means they are devoted primarily to informal education——a lifelong process whereby individuals acquire attitudes, values, skills and knowledge from daily experience and the educative influences and resources in his or her environment. Even outside of museums, informal learning plays a pivotal role in how we take in the world around us. In fact, The U. S. Department of Labour estimates 70% or more of work-related learning occurs outside formal training. A single visit to a museum can expose visitors to in-depth information on a subject, and the nature of the museum environment is one in which you can spend as much or as little time as you like exploring exhibits. The environment allows you to form your own unique experiences and take away information that interests you. Despite the success that museums have already had in educating visitors, there continue to be ongoing discussions among institutions in regard to increasing museums' ability to connect through informal learning.

Museums are community centres

Museums are a lot more than collections of artifacts; they allow you to meet with neighbours, discuss thoughts and opinions, and become an active part of the community. There are yoga classes at MoMA and Rock Band Summer Camps at the Experience Music Project. The Chicago Botanic Garden holds a Farmers Market, book signings, and an annual wine festival. Something is going on everywhere——just pull up the web page of a local museum and see what they have to offer!

Museums inspire

Museums provide inspiration through personal connections with visitors, and not only on-site and through physical community outreach efforts; some even manage to connect through their social networks. These kinds of personal memories created at museums do not expire.

Most people are aware that something very special is there in the museum's paintings and sculptures. Indeed it is, for museums and galleries allow us to reach beyond ourselves, to feel the connection to countless others who have gone before us, who experienced the same feelings, encountered similar revelations, endeavoured to know their place and purpose, and struggled to express themselves through the visual arts. The art objects within the museums are the messages left behind, the makers’dialogues with the people of their time. The artworks are their expressions that said 'I am, ' and have now become the bold statement, ‘I was. ’We often experience that dialogue, some of us more strongly than others.

International Aid

Hunger and World Poverty

About 25, 000 people die every day of hunger or hunger-related causes, according to the United Nations. This is one person every three and a half seconds, as you can see on this display. Unfortunately, it is children who die most often.

Yet there is plenty of food in the world for everyone. The problem is that hungry people are trapped in severe poverty. They lack the money to buy enough food to nourish themselves. Being constantly malnourished, they become weaker and often sick. This makes them increasingly less able to work, which then makes them even poorer and hungrier. This downward spiral often continues until death for them and their families.

There are effective programmes to break this spiral. For adults, there are 'food for work' programmes where the adults are paid with food to build schools, dig wells, make roads, and so on. This both nourishes them and builds infrastructure to end the poverty. For children, there are 'food for education' programs where the children are provided with food when they attend school. Their education will help them to escape from hunger and global poverty.

International Aid——A Solution

Quick Summary: Almost all of the deaths from hunger and disease that you see on this site can be stopped. The cost to do this is about $195 billion a year, according to the United Nations. Twenty-two developed countries below have pledged to work towards each giving 0. 7%（a little less than 1%）of their national income in international aid, which would raise the $195 billion. Some countries are slow to meet their pledge.

Criticism of Aid

Laurie Garret, author of the article 'The Challenge of Global Health' points out that the current aid and resources are being targeted at very specific, high profile diseases, rather than at general public health. Donors lack the understanding that effort should be focused on broader measures that affect general well-being of the population, and substantial change will take generations to achieve. Aid often does not provide maximum benefit to the recipient, and reflects the interests of the donor.

Aid is seldom given from motives of pure altruism; S. K. B. Asante lists some specific motives a donor may have for giving aid: defense support, market expansion, foreign investment, missionary enterprise, cultural extension. In recent decades, aid by organisations such as the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank has been criticised as being primarily a tool used to open new areas up to global capitalists, and being only secondarily, if at all, concerned with the wellbeing of the people in the recipient countries.

Not only is aid given with anterior motives, it often does not reach those who are intended to receive it. Besides criticism of motive, aid may be criticised simply on the grounds that it is not effective: i. e. , it did not do what it was intended to do or help the people it was intended to help. This is essentially an economic criticism of aid.

James Shikwati, a Kenyan economist, has argued that foreign aid causes harm to the recipient nations, specifically because aid is distributed by local politicians, finances the creation of corrupt government. Shikwati uses the example of food aid delivered to Kenya in the form of a shipment of corn from America. Portions of the corn may be diverted by corrupt politicians to their own tribes, or sold on the black market at prices that undercut local food producers.

In response to aid critics, a movement to reform U. S. foreign aid has started to gain momentum. The various organisations have united to call for a new Foreign Assistance Act, a national development strategy, and a new cabinet-level department for development.

Possible Improvements

Currently, donor institutions make proposals for aid packages to recipient countries. The recipient countries then make a plan for how to use the aid based on how much money has been given to them. This system is inherently ineffective. If we hope to reduce poverty, we should be asking nations what they need.

According to Sachs, we should redefine how we think of aid. The first step should be to learn what developing countries hope to accomplish and how much money they need to accomplish those goals. Goals should be made with the Millennium Development Goals in mind for these furnish real metrics for providing basic needs. The 'actual transfer of funds must be based on rigorous, country-specific plans that are developed through open and consultative processes, backed by good governance in the recipient countries, as well as careful planning and evaluation. '

Possibilities are also emerging as some developing countries are experiencing rapid economic growth, they are able to provide their own expertise gained from their recent transition. This knowledge transfer can be seen in donors, such as Brazil, whose $1 billion in aid outstrips that of many traditional donors. Brazil provides most of its aid in the form of technical expertise and knowledge transfers. This has been descried by some observers as a 'global model in waiting'.

Personal benefits to education are clear. Increased education is associated with higher income, prestige, better working conditions, and potential for promotion. Most students and their parents believe this. A recent survey of public opinion found that the top-ranked role for a college to perform is preparing undergraduate students for a career.

Economists estimate that a student will reap financial returns of between 10 and 13 percent on money invested in postsecondary education. That investment includes the forgone income as well as the direct cost of attendance. That return is as good as or better than most investments a family could make for its children.

Increasing education is associated with better working conditions, lower disability rates, longer job tenure, more on-the-job training opportunities, and more promotion opportunities. The value of these non-monetary benefits adds to the economic returns to education.

PUBLIC BENEFITS

Human capital theory holds that colleges and universities contribute to economic growth through the creation of new knowledge and increasing the stock of citizens who are able to implement new processes and technologies into the economy. Researchers estimate that increases in education levels account for 15 to 20 percent of the annual growth in output for the United States.

Other research has found that education, more than income, is inversely related to involvement in criminal activity. Education is also inversely related with reliance on welfare and public assistance. Investing in education reduces the necessity to invest in other public income transfer programmes. Twenty-four percent of individuals without a high school diploma have at some time participated in a public assistance programme, compared with 4. 6 percent of those with a bachelor's degree. Lack of education represents a huge cost to society.

We all benefit from the nonmarket public effects of education. Society gets a better citizen——one more likely to vote, raise healthier children, volunteer, and provide skills to the community. Informed and involved voters are the foundation of a democratic society, and education helps develop skills for a democracy.

Tom Mortenson provided an exhaustive list of activities and behaviours that are associated with having a baccalaureate degree. The results suggest a strong relationship between education and measures of health, community involvement, and cultural participation. Some of the outcomes that correlate with having a bachelor's degree include:

More likely to do volunteer work

More likely to vote

More likely to have regular medical and dental checkups

Less likely to be overweight

Less likely to smoke

More likely to use the Internet

More likely to use computers

Less likely to be disabled

More likely to attend art and cultural activities

More likely to exercise

More likely to buy and read books

More likely to read newspapers and newsmagazines

More likely to have knowledge about government

More likely to be politically active

More likely to have children with higher measures of education achievement

To the extent that college graduates earn and spend more than those without a degree, the government collects more tax revenue from college graduates, which represents a social good. The taxes paid by college graduates repay the public cost of their education several times over.

CONCLUSION

The democratisation of American higher education since WWII is one of the great social interventions of the century. We have all benefited from the contributions of a strong and growing higher education resource. Currently, the nation faces an influx of new students, comprised of children of the baby boomers and new immigrants to this country. If we are not willing to keep colleges affordable for this new population, both the new students and the society will suffer in the future. Cuts in educational opportunity now to handle a short-term financial crisis have long-term and potentially expensive consequence for society as a whole and especially for the most disadvantaged.

Ageing Population

Benefits of an ageing population

Several areas in the community will benefit from the surge in numbers of retirees who are active and healthy, independent and with time on their hands. Previously, women have provided much of the volunteer work performed in the community but today, women are in the work force in increasing numbers. At a time when the contribution of volunteers is increasingly important given the rising demand for such services, many health and welfare agencies are seeking to recruit from the growing numbers of retirees. And it appears that rates of volunteering among the baby boomers are continuing to rise compared to previous generations（Wilkinson and Bittman 2002）. The gross value of all volunteering in 1997 was assessed at $41 billion（Ironmonger 2000）, equivalent to the amount the government spent on all aged care services in that year（Australian Institute of Health & Welfare 2001）. Not only does the community benefit from volunteer work contributed by older Australians, but older Australians themselves also benefit. The 'young old' care for the 'old old' and in doing so, report a high level of satisfaction with their volunteer work（Cummins et al. 2002b）.

Volunteering is regarded as one measure of social capital and thus an indicator to a healthy civil society. Organisations such as the World Bank view social capital as 'not just the sum of the institutions which underpin a society——it is the glue that holds them together' （World Bank 2003）. Older people contribute to this 'glue' in other ways as well. They play an important role in supporting and maintaining informal social networks thus binding communities and families within communities.

Far from being net receivers of help and support, older people are, in fact, net providers, at least up to the age of 75 years. They provide childcare, financial, practical and emotional assistance to family members including helping people outside the household with the tasks of daily living. Such unpaid caring and voluntary work adds up to a significant proportion of GDP, around seven per cent on some measures（Ranzijn et al. 2002; De Vaus et al. 2003）. Grandparenting has become an important social role in an age when people tend to have more living parents than children. Not only does it benefit grandparents themselves who find that grandparenthood is an important aspect of their lives, but it also appears to benefit grandchildren substantially.

In addition, it is likely that older communities will be more law abiding communities since older people are less inclined to commit crimes against property and people. The Australian Institute of Criminology（2002b）estimates that homicide rates will fall by around 16 per cent between now and 2050 and there is likely to be less crime altogether resulting in substantial savings in prison and policing costs in the future. Older people are involved in the community as active members of clubs with a large Melbourne survey reporting that one-third of men and one quarter of women aged 55-75 years belonged to a sporting club（Howe and Donath 1997）. They also attend musical concerts, theatres and art galleries more frequently than younger people, read more and visit libraries more often. Thus it is probable that the arts will benefit from an older Australia.

Population ageing offers many opportunities for the economy to respond to the needs of older people. The ageing of the consumer market will change the emphasis, for example more golf clubs will be sold than surf boards, but the trends suggest that the mature consumer will spend less on luxury goods and more on grandchildren, leisure and recreation（Access Economics 2001a）. There is considerable market interest in how population ageing will affect urban planning in terms of housing, land use, transport, the urban environment and new technologies such as motorised wheelchairs and 'smart houses' （OECD 2002c）.

Contrary to current pessimistic attitudes, satisfaction with life increases as we get older（Headey 1999; Cummins et al. 2002a）and the great majority of older Australians are active and view their situation positively（ABS 2003a）. The fact that older people are being 'blamed' for the rise in public expenditures is an important reason to counter pessimistic views of ageing. The potential for intergenerational competition to emerge is both dangerous and counter-productive. The ageing of the population should be seen as a transition not a crisis, with opportunities as well as challenges in society's response to the ageing question. The main challenge is to promote healthy and productive ageing and to adjust societal practices and structures to include older people as contributors to society. Australia is a wealthy country with solid social and economic infrastructure. The next 20 years will see significant changes to aspects of the labour market, the health system and the aged care industry, but it will be accompanied by a wide range of personal, social and economic benefits.

Main Impact of an Ageing Population

1. Increase in the dependency ratio. This means that there will be more people claiming benefits such as state pensions and less people working and paying income taxes.

2. Increased government spending on health care and pensions. Also, those in retirement tend to pay lower income taxes because they are not working. This combination of higher spending commitments and lower tax revenue is a source of concern for Western governments——especially those with existing debt issues.

3. Those in work may have to pay higher taxes. This could create disincentives to work and disincentives for firms to invest, therefore there could be a fall in productivity and growth.

4. Shortage of workers. An ageing population could lead to a shortage of workers and hence push up wages causing wage inflation. Alternatively, firms may have to respond by encouraging more people to enter the workforce, through offering flexible working practices.

5. Changing sectors within the economy. An increase in the numbers of retired people will create a bigger market for goods and services linked to older people（e. g. retirement homes）

Society is becoming increasingly dependent on science and technology for everything from telecommunication, transportation, to the manufacturing of consumer goods, medical treatments, and much more. We depend on technological advances not only to improve the quality of our lives, but also to solve many of society's problems. One of the problems（that）we consistently look to science is the environmental degradation（that）we face today. （定语从句）

It seems that at this juncture, science and technology can offer some viable solutions to the tough problem. Clean energies can be developed to reduce the emission of greenhouse gases. RECYCLING

Recycling our waste is a good way of reducing our carbon footprint. Most packaging can be recycled and used again. This means that new card and paper is not used, reducing pollution from factories making the packaging. We can recycle glass and metal containers such as drinking bottles. We can recycle rainwater by collecting it on our roofs and using it for washing clothes, showers, baths and for flushing toilets.

TRANSPORT

Cars, and planes are responsible for much of the carbon we 'pump' into the atmosphere and environment. If we reduce the journeys we make by cars and planes our carbon footprint will also be reduced. Population Growth, Urbanisation and Poverty

The growth of human population and urbanisation are imposing degrading pressures on biodiversity through following ways:

（i）These are causing encroachments into natural habitats,

（ii）These are leading to the conversion of natural habitats into human settlements,

（iii）The increasing population is causing an increase in the demands of food which is met through the expansion of agriculture. This is done through clearing of natural forests, reclaiming of wetlands or through the fragmentation of vast areas of natural habitat,

（iv）Use of hybrid seeds and agro-chemicals like pesticides, fungicides, insecticides, rodenticides and hormones etc.

Poverty is another and underlying factor which is responsible for the loss of biodiversity in the world. This is because of the fact that the poor are frequently forced to occupy the marginal lands and so to encroach upon the fragile ecosystems. This is evident from the examples of Wetlands in Bangladesh; hill forests in India and Nepal; and Mangroves in Thailand that are ecologically disturbed due to their occupation by the poor people for settlements and agriculture. This problem can be addressed by focusing on developing alternative livelihood strategies for the poor people who currently rely on protected natural habitats for their living. Thus we see that both the poverty as well as affluence causes pressures on natural ecosystems that finally lead to greater degradation of resources, environment and thus to the biodiversity. However, the growth of human population, either directly or indirectly, is one biggest cause of the losses experienced by the environment.

The task presented to me by the organisers of this conference was to consider how New Hampshire might harmonise policies for environmental protection and economic development. Given the recent barrage of news stories headlining disputes between environmentalists and industry interests——the Spotted Owl versus the timber industry being only the most prominent——one is left to wonder whether this is a fruitless undertaking. Is it possible for state governments to vigorously pursue environmental quality and economic prosperity at the same time? In this presentation I will argue that, in fact, it is not only possible but that——today's headlines notwithstanding——we have been doing this quite successfully for over twenty years. The widely held view that strict environmental protection hinders economic growth and stifles business development is false. It is this fundamental misperception among both the business community and policy community, rather than our failure to devise 'innovative policies, ' that hinders the development of more synergistic policies on the environment and economy.

Environmental protection is influenced by three interwoven factors: environmental legislation, ethics and education. Each of these factors plays its part in influencing national-level environmental decisions and personal-level environmental values and behaviours. For environmental protection to become a reality, it is important for societies to develop each of these areas that, together, will inform and drive environmental decisions.

International environmental agreements

Many of the Earth's resources are especially vulnerable because they are influenced by human impacts across many countries. As a result of this, many attempts are made by countries to develop agreements that are signed by multiple governments to prevent damage or manage the impacts of human activity on natural resources. This can include agreements that impact factors such as climate, oceans, rivers and air pollution. These international environmental agreements are sometimes legally binding documents that have legal implications when they are not followed and, at other times, are more agreements in principle or are for use as codes of conduct. These agreements have a long history with some multinational agreements being in place from as early as 1910 in Europe, America and Africa. Some of the most well-known multinational agreements include: the Kyoto Protocol, Vienna Convention on the Protection of the Ozone Layer and Rio Declaration on Environment and Development.

Medicinal

Plants and animals are responsible for a variety of useful medications. In fact, about forty percent of all prescriptions written today are composed from the natural compounds of different species. These species not only save lives, but they contribute to a prospering pharmaceutical industry worth over $40 billion annually. Unfortunately, only 5% of known plant species have been screened for their medicinal values, although we continue to lose up to 100 species daily.

Agricultural

There are an estimated 80, 000 edible plants in the world. Humans depend upon only 20 species of these plants, such as wheat and corn, to provide 90% of the world's food. Wild relatives of these common crops contain essential disease-resistant material. They also provide humans with the means to develop new crops that can grow in inadequate lands such as in poor soils or drought-stricken areas to help solve the world hunger problem. In the 1970s, genetic material from a wild corn species in Mexico was used to stop a leaf fungus that had previously wiped out 15% of the U. S. corn crop.

Ecological

Plant and animal species are the foundation of healthy ecosystems. Humans depend on ecosystems such as coastal estuaries, prairie grasslands, and ancient forests to purify their air, clean their water, and supply them with food. When species become endangered, it is an indicator that the health of these vital ecosystems is beginning to unravel. The U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service estimates that losing one plant species can trigger the loss of up to 30 other insect, plant and higher animal species.

Pollution off the coast of Florida is killing the coral reefs along the Florida Keys, which serve as habitat for hundreds of species of fish. Commercial fish species have begun to decline, causing a threat to the multi-million dollar tourism industry, which depends on the quality of the environment.

Commercial

Various wild species are commercially raised, directly contributing to local and regional economies. Commercial and recreational salmon fishing in the Pacific Northwest provides 60, 000 jobs and $1 billion annually in personal income, and is the centre of Pacific Northwest Native American culture. This industry and way of life, however, is in trouble as salmon decline due to habitat degradation from dams, clearcutting, and overgrazing along streams.

Aesthetic/Recreational

Plant and animal species and their ecosystems form the basis of America multi-billion dollar, job-intensive tourism industry. They also supply recreational, spiritual, and quality-of-life values as well.

Each year over 108 million people in the United States participate in wildlife-related recreation including observing, feeding, and photographing wildlife. Americans spend over $59 billion annually on travel, lodging, equipment, and food to engage in non-consumptive wildlife recreation. Our national heritage of biological diversity is an invaluable and irreplaceable resource. Our quality of life and that of future generations depends on our preservation of plant and animal species.

Animal Testing Necessary in Medical Research

There are a lot of hot-button questions when it comes to the ethics of scientific research, but the perennial issue of animal testing seems to incite fever-pitched anger on both sides of the debate. Animal testing, though controversial, is an important and necessary tool in modern medical research.

It is important to define what is meant by medical research. This includes the development and testing of medical devices, procedures and drugs. It does not include the use of animal subjects for testing cosmetic or consumer products. This column will not defend or support such forms of animal testing.

Medical research on animal subjects has enabled many of the most important advances in modern medicine, from the therapeutic use of penicillin（which was first tested in mice）to organ transplantation. In fact, if you or someone you know has ever been seriously ill, odds are high that your treatment was developed or tested in animals.

For developing complex procedures, devices or drug molecules, there is simply no substitute for animal research. Very simple techniques can（and should）be tested using alternate means; however, many experimental therapies are too complex to be accurately tested by tissue cultures, computer simulations and the like. An HIV drug, for instance, cannot be tested without an animal model. Scientists can't grow a culture of the immune system in a petri dish, so the only realistic option is to test the drug molecule in an animal model. Without animal testing, physicians would have to cross their fingers and hope that new innovations don't carry unforeseen side effects.

In fact, there have been severe consequences when medical products have been brought to market without adequate pre-market testing. One famous case involved the firm Vitek, which exploited a loophole in FDA regulations to bring a synthetic jaw implant to market without adequate testing. Soon after its introduction in 1983, the FDA began receiving reports that Vitek's implant was fragmenting in patients' jaws, triggering a chemical reaction that literally eroded away their jawbones.

However, this does not mean that we should whitewash the practice, or deny that there are serious ethical issues involved. Animal testing is not a pretty or pleasant process. It causes pain and suffering to animal subjects, and legitimate cases of abuse have been uncovered by animal rights groups. Consequently, the practice should be tightly regulated, and alternative methods should be employed whenever possible.

As one of the top research institutions in the nation, the UA features wide use of animal models in research. As mandated by federal law, the Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee supervises all research done here with animal subjects. Strict rules govern the treatment of laboratory animals and the training of staff, and all animal facilities are inspected at least twice a year by the IACUC.

Eventually, scientists may develop enough sophistication in biology, math and computer science to entirely replace animal subjects with computer models. However, such an advance is unlikely for many, many more decades. Until then, we have only three alternatives: continue animal testing, perform direct medical experimentation on humans instead or shut down vast swaths of medical research.

There are obvious ethical problems with performing basic medical research on humans——think of Josef Mengele's experiments in Auschwitz, or the infamous Tuskegee study of untreated syphilis in black men. It is equally inadvisable（not to mention unrealistic）to shut down medical progress altogether. Medical advances don't materialise out of the clear blue sky. Until scientists develop sufficiently sophisticated alternatives, animal testing will continue to be a necessary practice in medical research.

4. A particular event or a celebrity may receive undue importance and set wrong ideals before the youth. It may present an ostentatious lifestyle, which may inculcate wrong ideals amongst youngsters.

5. Unnecessary sensationalism of an issue may project wrong information to the public.

6. Misleading messages may again divert young minds towards a wrong path.

7. Wrong interpretation of news may even blow things out of proportion. This would create further unrest in any place or even violence in case of extreme situations.

8. At times, a particular event or news item may receive too much attention simply because of the lack of important news or snippets. This would again present a wrong idea before the public.

9. Certain mass media such as newspapers or leaflets have a very short shelf life. In terms of advertising, it would not serve to be useful for every kind of product or message.

These were some of the pros and cons of mass media. Ultimately, it always depends upon the individual and the way a particular message is perceived.

Journalism Ethics and Standards

Journalism ethics and standards comprise principles of ethics and of good practice as applicable to the specific challenges faced by journalists. Historically and currently, this subset of media ethics is widely known to journalists as their professional ‘code of ethics’ or the ‘canons of journalism’. The basic codes and canons commonly appear in statements drafted by professional journalism associations and individual print, broadcast, and online news organisations.

While various existing codes have some differences, most share common elements including the principles of——truthfulness, accuracy, objectivity, impartiality, fairness and public accountability——as these apply to the acquisition of newsworthy information and its subsequent dissemination to the public.

Like many broader ethical systems, journalism ethics include the principle of ‘limitation of harm’. This often involves the withholding of certain details from reports such as the names of minor children, crime victims' names or information not materially related to particular news reports release of which might, for example, harm someone's reputation.

One of the leading voices in the U. S. on the subject of Journalistic Standards and Ethics is the Society of Professional Journalists. The Preamble to its Code of Ethics states:

... public enlightenment is the forerunner of justice and the foundation of democracy. The duty of the journalist is to further those ends by seeking truth and providing a fair and comprehensive account of events and issues. Conscientious journalists from all media and specialties strive to serve the public with thoroughness and honesty. Professional integrity is the cornerstone of a journalist's credibility.

Relationship with freedom of the press

In countries without freedom of the press, the majority of people who report the news may not follow the above-described standards of journalism. Non-free media are often prohibited from criticising the national government, and in many cases are required to distribute propaganda as if it were news. Various other forms of censorship may restrict reporting on issues the government deems sensitive.

24 hour News Cycle

The 24-hour news cycle arrived with the advent of cable television channels dedicated to news and brought about a much faster pace of news production with an increased demand for stories that can be presented as continual news with constant updating. This was a contrast with the day-by-day pace of the news cycle of printed daily newspapers. A high premium on faster reporting would see a further increase with the advent of online news.

According to former journalists Bill Kovach and Tom Rosenstiel, 24 hour news creates ferocious competition among media organisations for audience share. This, coupled with the profit demand of their corporate ownership, has led to a decline in journalistic standards. In their book Warp Speed: America in the Age of Mixed Media, they write that ‘the press has moved toward sensationalism, entertainment, and opinion’ and away from traditional values of verification, proportion, relevance, depth, and quality of interpretation. They fear these values will be replaced by a ‘journalism of assertion’ which de-emphasises whether a claim is valid and encourages putting a claim into the arena of public discussion as quickly as possible.

Advertisements for Kids

To make a better sale, companies focus more on advertisements for kids. It is very clear that kids are potential customers and are the ones that can make the product sell like hot cakes.

Advertising is a racket, like the movies and the brokerage business. You cannot be honest without admitting that its constructive contribution to humanity is exactly minus zero.

Advertising is powerful medium to create a global impact. Now termed as a common and recommended way to make any product get a mass appeal, advertisements are the need of the hour. Effective advertisement has proven to have a great impact on kids and adults. Huge companies which can afford getting commercials for kids on TV and on the Internet know the benefits of global advertising. Kids are known to have a mind of their own and they generally prefer things which have been shown through a creative visual medium which can be seen in advertisements. TV advertising has a profound effect on the eating habits of children, which many times results in overeating. Recent studies claim that 68% children vouch for junk food because of the effective advertising techniques they see on television. The rising cases of childhood obesity in the US can be attributed towards the frequent number of ads for pizzas, burgers and French fries. Isn't it weird that there are less advertisements about child education and various types of scholarships for children but there are hundreds of ads about aerated drinks and junk food which only cause health issues and nothing else.

Toy Advertisements

Toy advertisements basically promote variety of toys and in this promotion. Media plays a very important role. Many human support groups have criticised the various brand promotion techniques used for kids calling it inhuman as it turns kids into consumerists. You would be surprised to know that there has been strict action taken against such kind of advertisements. In Sweden, all ads aiming at kids under 12 can't be broadcast on TV and they are even forcing the European Lobby to do the same. Many child behaviour specialists think that toy advertisements make kids more aggressive. Toy advertising aims for kids and adults both. For adults it is showing them how important the toy is for the future needs of their kids, for kids these ads means looking cool and having the newest thing in the market. Careful packing and marketing makes the product more attractive and irresistible for kids. For toys which are too expensive to buy, advertisement companies will always portray a child pestering his/her parents to get the toy. When kids watch the ad they do the same, this results in a tense environment and unnecessary fights among parents and kids.

Pestering has usually helped kids get what they want and advertisers have learned to exploit this behaviour to the maximum. To make sure that the product becomes a hit among kids, advertisers need to know what makes a product desirable. For this they seek guidance from well-paid market researchers and psychologists and get in-depth knowledge about the emotional and social needs of the young generation. The issue of child psychologists helping out advertisers to come up with profitable advertising techniques gained a lot of attention and negative criticism in 1999, when a group of health care professionals issued a public letter to the APA（American Psychological Association）urging them to declare this practice unethical. The APA is still studying the case.

This is the sad state of the media world today. There are more unhealthy advertisements than healthy ones on air today. Even banner advertising and radio advertising have become popular nowadays with kids and adults, and their main aim is to sell, no matter how hazardous the product is.

Why is Advertising Important

Irrespective of whether you are a manufacturer or the end consumer, being well-versed with the importance of advertising can give you a definite edge when it comes to buying and selling of goods and services.

Right from the neon signs, down to the street billboards or those along the highway, you come across numerous advertisements on a daily basis. As if that's not enough, these advertisements are also sneaked into the commercial breaks in your favourite TV show and soccer matches that you watch with great enthusiasm. With so many advertisements that we are subjected to on a daily basis, it's obvious for the people to be left wondering as to why it is so important.

Importance of Advertising

An advertisement is basically a message designed by the manufacturer, in order to persuade the end consumer to go for his products or services. 雅思写作A类小作文部分要求描述一幅图表。同学们一定要想象考官是没有见过这幅图的，你的任务是如何让考官仅仅通过阅读你的文字描述就能画出这幅图并且抓住这幅图所要表达的主要特征。



分类
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数据图是主要的练习对象。非数据图的出现几率很小，大约一年4次，但是频率很不平均，也许3次都在同一个月份，也许几个月才出现一次。数据图还可以按照是否有时间描述作如下分类：
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静态图可以是柱图、饼图或表格，但不会是线图；动态图可以是任何数据图。

题目

小作文的题目有统一的要求，如下：Summarise the information by selecting and reporting the main features, and make comparisons where relevant. Write at least 150 words. （总结信息，选择主要特征，对比相关特征，最少150词）

评分标准
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A类小作文也有四项评分标准。其中后三项和大作文一模一样，要求过程清楚、衔接流畅、词句准确丰富等。第一项标准Task Achievement（TA）小作文有自己的特点。中文译文如下：
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把所有的数字都机械地罗列出来，没有任何分析，这一项的得分就只能达到5分；想得到6分，作文中必须有综述，有选择性信息，有主要特征；7分比6分就多了一个字“clear”：清晰的综述，清晰的描述主要特征。

原则

从题目要求和评分标准来说，A类小作文有以下三个原则：

● 突出主要特征：包括趋势、极值、对比

● 信息有主次：不是每一个数字都要说明

● 客观描述：只描述图表，不判断、不解释

时间安排

20~25分钟。在这么短的时间内写150多字，要求速度非常快。

结构分段

● Introduction首段：简单介绍图表的描述对象

● Body主体部分：根据主要特征决定具体分几段

● Conclusion结论段：综述规律性的内容

时态

小作文的时态通常是过去式，因为图表描述的是事实统计数据。有的图表有对未来的预测，但是注意：时态不用将来时，而是用表示预测的词：forecast、predict、expect。

范文分析

和大作文的讲解思路一样，笔者还是会通过一篇范文给同学们展示以上概述的要点是怎样具体体现在一篇优秀的文章当中的。但是这次笔者使用的范文并非考官范文，而是剑5 Test 2学生的8分例文。这道题目比较简单，但是例文的数据描述非常清晰、富有条理且流畅自如，词句展示出了作者的语言功底。但是由于缺少开头段，以及结尾段没有与主体段分离，导致与满分失之交臂。

The charts below show the main reasons for study among students of different age groups and the amount of support they received from employers. （剑5 Test 2）
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通过读题获得以下基本信息：

● 第一幅图的内容为：学习的原因有两个：事业，兴趣。

● 横坐标：年龄组

● 纵坐标：百分比

● 第一幅图的主要特征：为工作学习的人数不断下降；为兴趣学习的人数不断上升。

● 分段依据：为工作学习，为兴趣学习。
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除了描述数据的高度条理性之外，这篇作文的语言也是非常讲究的。

词汇方面：“下降”的表达全篇有三处，且没有重复：decrease, decline, drop；第二段：为兴趣而学习：study stemming from interest, study out of interest, study for interest。

句型方面：第一段和第二段的第一句话都是趋势句型，但表达不同：

... there is a gradual decrease in study for career reasons with age. （decrease为名词）

... study stemming from interest increases with age. （increase为动词）

极值表达：... employer support is maximum（approximately 60%）for the under 26 year students.

There are only 10% of under 26 year olds studying out of interest. （only强调极小值）

对比句型：conversely... ；... the same as... ；... in comparison to...

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既然所有的图表类型都可以彼此转换，即一组统计数字可以做成表格、柱图、饼图或线图，区别只是其中某一种图形可以最好地表现这组数字，那么抓住主要特征就等于抓住了所有图表的要旨，图形本身的形式已失去了意义，因此本书不是按照图表类型逐一讲解，而是以小作文反复强调的三个主要特征——趋势、极值、对比——作为讲解重点，这也是小作文需反复练习的三类句型。趋势是对动态变化的表达，对比和极值是静态的，因此本书把小作文分为静态和动态两种图形，有时间变化的为动态图，以趋势描述为主；没有时间变化的为静态图，以对比描述为主。

基于分析，相信大家对小作文的基本原则、主要特征和重点句型都有了比较清晰的认识，从而明确了自己的努力方向。本书之后的重点将放在有条理地描述主要特征和句型变化两个方面。

第十五章　静态图与对比

两者对比的柱图


静态的图表中没有时间变化或规律性的变化，因此没有趋势表达。首先我们从最简单的两者对比开始，重点学习对比句型。

分析

这幅图的时间只有一处，即题目中的1999年，没有趋势，所以属于静态图。注意不要把描述男生信息的柱子的顶点连起来想象成一条线，因为纵坐标并非时间变化。这道题的重点是对比，两者对比，具体来讲，即男女信息对比。

顺序

在两者对比的图中，数字的描述要按照对比项目的顺序走，即按照学历的顺序走，而不是按照男女的性别走，这样才可以不断地对比男女的差异。另外从数字的意义来看，每种学历的男女比例相加为100%，而不是所有男性或女性的比例相加为100%，所以不能按照图例顺序把男女分开描述。（纠正一点错误，undergraduate男生的柱子画的太长，应接近30%，这样男女比例加起来才能等于100%。）

分段

如果按照学历顺序走，我们既不能在一段里描述5种学历，也不能分5个段落描述它们。那么如何分段呢？通常的做法是把有相似特征的学历作为一组来描述，比如“男比女多”作为一组，“女比男多”作为一组。图中把男女比例差距最大的一组放在最前面，所以文章中要把这一组作为重点来写。我个人认为这组和“男比女多”放在一段更好，因为两组都是“男比女多”。最后结尾段再把男女之间的差异综述一下。

主要特征

这幅图没有时间变化，所以不会有趋势表达。对比是本图重点。极值可以选择男女差异最大和差异最小的学历来描述。

“占”表达

account for/represent/take up

当描述图表的第一个数字时，需要明确该数字的单位和意义。之后就可以用代词，以简化繁的表达。注意：本题中有关数字的表达切不可出现以下句型90% of Australian men had skilled vocational diploma。

考官范文（主体段）

We can see immediately that there were substantial differences in the proportion of men and women at different levels. The biggest gender difference is at the lowest post-school level, where 90% of those who held a skilled vocational diploma were men, compared with only 10% of women. By contrast, more women held undergraduate diplomas（70%）and marginally more women reached Bachelor's degree level（55%）.

At the higher levels of education, men with postgraduate diplomas clearly outnumbered their females counterparts（70% and 30%, respectively）, and also constituted 60% of Master's graduates.

Men accounted for larger part than their counterparts in all groups except the 30h-working group. To be exact, among those who worked over 60h each week, men were the major labours, taking up 90%. The obvious gap can also be seen in the group of 20 working hours, with men representing 80% and women 20% respectively. They also accounted for larger proportion than women, but much more moderately at 60% of people working 40h.

By contrast, more females（55%）worked 30 hours a week than males（45%）in the same group. But the disparity was not significant.

To sum up the chart, basically men had the tendency of either working long time or short time. The most obvious difference between the two genders lay in longest time workers.

The table below shows the proportion of different categories of families living in poverty in Australia in 1999. （剑3 Test 3)
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这道题乍看起来难度并不大，没有时间变化，所以没有趋势，只需要对比即可。很显然，最大值是sole parent这组，最小值是aged couple这组。但是这样看不到规律，也得不出有意义的结论。如果我们以family type来找规律，可以发现有些家庭类型相似，如aged组、no children组，以及有children组三类。但是这样我们仍然发现不了规律，因为没孩子的家庭贫穷比例一个很大一个很小。而有孩子的家庭贫穷比例也是差距较大。那么我们再尝试另一种分类方法，即按照右边百分数的大小来分类，这样我们仍然可以得到3组，他们是aged组（6%，4%），single组（21%，19%），couple组（12%，7%）。这种分组可以让我们得出以下结论：老人最富裕，两个人养家比一个人养家更容易，无论他们是否有孩子。

The table gives a breakdown of the different types of family who were living in poverty in Australia in 1999.

On average, 11% of all households, comprising almost two million people, were in this position. However, those consisting of only one parent or a single adult had almost doubled this proportion of poor people, with 21% and 19% respectively.

Couples generally tended to be better off, with lower poverty levels for couples without children（7%）than those with children（12%）. It is noticeable that for both types of household with children, a higher than average proportion were living in poverty at this time.

Older people were generally less likely to be poor, though once again the trend favoured elderly couples（only 4%）rather than single elderly people（6%）.

Overall the table suggests that households of single adults and those with children were more likely to be living in poverty than those consisting of couples.

The two pie charts compare the differences between men and women in terms of how they allocate their internet time.

Clearly entertainment is the major aim of getting on line for both men and women, and it accounts for 40% of and 35% of their web time respectively. News is the least time-consuming for everyone even though it costs women（8%）much more time than men（1%）.

Shopping and sports are important things to do on the Internet for males who spend appropriately 20% of virtual time on each of them. In comparison, the corresponding percentages for females are only a half of those for males.

In contrast, women focus more on academic study, which occupies 20% of the time spent on the Internet, than men（12%）do. The similar disparity also exists in the other activities. To be specific, females dedicate 18%, whereas males only dedicate 8% to this category.

From the data it can be concluded that men and women have different time schedule on web activities. But the common thing is that they both spend the largest proportion of time on entertainment and smallest part on news.

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无论大作文还是小作文，列提纲是必需的。提纲不是给考官看的，而是帮助考生自己理清思路，突出数字的主要特征，从而有条理地描述这些数字。列提纲的时候，为了节省时间，城市的名称可以简写，极值可以只写一个字，如“早”“晚”“长”“短”“多”“少”等。考生不必画出任何图形或边框，只要看清段落分布就可以。在时间压力山大的情况下，不要指望自己头脑高度清晰，可以一边考虑布局，一边斟酌句型。

极值句型

上面多数字间的对比涉及极值句型。和趋势句型一样，极值句型也可以有多种变化。

极值句型的变化诀窍在于变化主语。当主语改变时，一个新句型自然就会流淌出来。而主语必然可以在图表中找到。如小标题passenger；城市名Tokyo 或者题目中的中心词underground railway system。

The data given in the table illustrate the details of the subway systems in six cities in three terms including the date opened, the length and the passenger number.

The metro system in London can date back to 1863. Paris, Tokyo, Washington DC and Kyoto successively established theirs all in the 20th century. Los Angeles is the last one in 2001.

In terms of the route of underground railways, London is also superior to the other cities, at 394 km. The figures for Paris, Tokyo and Washington DC range from 120km to 200km. Kyoto and Los Angeles have very short subways, below 30 km respectively.

As to the annual tube passenger number, London（775 million）loses its leading position to Tokyo（1927 million）and Paris（1191 million）. In Washington DC, 144 million people are carried by subway each year. The numbers for each of the other two cities are no more than 50 million.

London boasts long history and long route of underground railway system, but regarding the transport capacity, it cannot compare with Tokyo and Paris. The subways in Kyoto and Los Angeles are not well developed.

As to another large expense, people in Tokyo paid the sky high rent, up to 5, 300 pounds, which was much higher than the other four（no more than 2, 400 pounds）.

第十六章　动态图与趋势


相对于静态图，动态图的最大特征是变化，可能随时间变化，也可能随年龄变化，总之有变化就有趋势。这一章我们重点介绍趋势句型，同时对比仍然存在，因为只有一条线的图形是很少见的。动态图比静态图更加复杂，因为它涵盖小作文的所有特征——趋势极值对比。



单线图与趋势表达

线图是表达趋势的最好方式。趋势通常有四种：升、平、降、波动。其中“升、降”最常见。同学们可以在以下的动词表中选择自己熟悉的词汇背诵，同时注意动词过去式和名词的变化，尤其是不规则变化。同时需记忆搭配的介词，“升、降”通常搭配from... to... ，但是如果说升幅，则用by。请看下面的图例：

趋势的四种形式
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倍数关系通常只表达两倍和三倍：
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趋势句型
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剑桥真题的线图最少有两条线。下面是剑4 Test 2小作文的线图，第一条线可以较详细描述，第二条线可以参照第一条线用对比句型描述，这可以充分体现制表的对比意图。那么第一条线描述的详细程度如何确定呢？用字数来确定！而此线图属于小作文两幅图中的一幅，如果对一条线的描述占整篇作文三分之一的篇幅，那么大约60字比较合适。按照这个字数标准，对一条线的描述大概三四句话就可以了，即第一条线分三节描述。

In a typical winter day, the demand for electricity fluctuates greatly. At midnight, about 35 thousand units of electricity are required. This figure increases slightly before it drops to the bottom at 30 thousand at 7 AM. The following 15 hours see a gradual growth, to the peak at 45 thousand units at 22 o'clock in the requirement for electricity. Then there is a rapid fall to the starting level.

In comparison to winter, summer is a season when much less electricity is consumed and the consumption fluctuates within a narrower range, between 12, 000 and 20, 000 units. The lowest usage takes place later at 9: 00 AM in summer versus winter. So does the peak which comes at nearly 11 PM. Another major difference between the two seasons is that there are two peaks in summer and the first one is at 2: 00 PM.

多线图（两条线以上）属于比较复杂的图形，它包括小作文的所有特质——趋势、极值、对比，提示：写提纲必不可少，并且写完后再用这三个特征来检查是否完整，顺序是否合理。描述线图的顺序通常是按线走，一条一条分别写，但是有时这样做有机械描述之嫌。既然几条线放在一个图里，自然暗示着对比，所以可以把有相似、相反或交叉、重合的两条线对比着一块写。另外，不能把每一条线的趋势描述得太过于细节化，每条线最好概括为一到两个趋势，因为考试时间有限。

In 1940, the proportions of people aged 65 and over in Sweden and USA were very close at around 8% and they both increased slowly at the same speed, reaching 15% in 1996. After that, Sweden escalated and has grown to 17% at present whereas USA has remained unchanged. It is predicted that in spite of some fluctuation, the following 35 years will see a dramatic rise to approximately 24% in the percentage of elderly people in both countries in 2040.

The figure for Japan experienced a quite different trend. Since 1940, the proportion of older population in Japan has been fluctuating between 5% and 3%，much lower than the other two（比较级表极值）countries. But it is expected to rise slowly to 10% in 2030 and overtake Sweden and USA（极值）, peaking at 27% in 2040.

The chart shows the time spent by UK residents on different types of telephone calls between 1995 and 2002.

Local fixed line calls were the highest throughout the period, rising from 72 billion minutes in 1995 to just under 90 billion in 1998. After peaking at 90 billion the following year, these calls has fallen back to the 1995 figure by 2002.

National and international fixed line calls grew steadily from 38 billion to 61 billion at the end of the period in question, though the growth slowed over the last two years.

There was a dramatic increase in mobile calls from 2 billion to 46 billion minutes. This rise was particularly noticeable between 1999 and 2002, during which time the use of mobile phones tripled.

To sum up, although local fixed line calls were still the most popular in 2002, the gap between the three categories had narrowed considerably over the second half of the period in question.

The graph shows energy consumption in the US from 1980 to 2012, and projected consumption to 2030.

Petrol and oil are the dominant fuel sources throughout this period, with 35 quadrillion（35q）units used in 1980, rising to 42q in 2012. Despite some initial fluctuation, from 1995 there was a steady increase. This is expected to continue, reaching 47q in 2030.

Consumption of energy derived from natural gas and coal is similar over the period. From 20q and 15q respectively in 1980, gas showed an initial fall and coal a gradual increase, with the two fuels equal between 1985 and 1990. Consumption has fluctuated since 1990 but both now provide 24q. Coal is predicted to increase steadily to 31q in 2030, whereas after 2014, gas will remain stable at 25q.

In 1980, energy from nuclear, hydro- and solar/wind power was equal at only 4q. Nuclear has risen by 3q, and solar/wind by 2. After slight increase, hydropower has fallen back to the 1980 figure. It is expected to maintain this level until 2030, while the others should rise slightly after 2025.

Overall, the US will continue to rely on fossil fuels, with sustainable and nuclear energy sources remaining relatively insignificant.

 , while domestic use rose more slowly to only 3000 km3
 , both far below the levels of consumption by agriculture.

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The graph illustrates changes in the amounts of beef, lamb, chicken and fish consumed in a particular European country between 1979 and 2004.

In 1979, beef was the most popular of these foods, with about 225 grams consumed per person per week, but the consumption fell dramatically to 100 grams in 2004. Lamb consumption also declined, from 150 grams to 55 grams during these 25 years.

On the other hand, chicken showed an upward trend. Its figure was very similar to that of lamb in 1979. However, it soared constantly during the same period, overtaking beef in 1989 and peaking at 250 grams in 2004.

People in this European country kept eating the least quantity of fish with the weekly average consumption remaining steady around 50 grams during these years. This was a quite different trend from the other three types of meat.

In 1990, 90% of people aged 14-24 years old went to the cinema at least once a year. （第一个数字要说明意义）This cinema attendance associated with age has remained stable and higher than the other three age groups. It is forecast to peak at 98% in 2010.

By contrast, the same period has seen the lowest cinema attendance among people aged above 50, in spite of the growth from 40% to 60%. The percentage is expected to stay constant till 2010.

In 1990, the same cinema attendance remained the same around 60% in the 25-34 and 35-49 year-old groups. They both have showed an upward trend to 80% despite the younger group having been higher than the older one. Then the younger group is predicted to decline and reach 71% in 2010, whereas the older one will continue to rise and peak at 87% then.

The data shows the differences between developing and industrialised countries' partici-pation in education and science.

In terms of the number of years of schooling received, we see that the length of time people spent at school in industrialised countries was much greater at 8. 5 years in 1980, compared to 2. 5 years in developing countries. The gap was increased further in 1990 when the figures rose to 10. 5 years and 3. 5 years respectively.

We can see a similar pattern in the second graph, which shows that the number of people working as scientists and technicians in industrialised countries increased from 55 to 85 per 1, 000 people between 1980 and 1990, while the number in developing countries went from 12 to 20.

Finally, the figures for spending on research and development show that industrialised countries more than doubled their spending, form $200 billion to $420 billion, whereas developing countries actually decreased theirs, from $75 billion down to $25 billion.

Overall we can see that not only are there very large differences between the two economies but that these gaps are widening.

The above bar chart illustrates the different method of commuting to and from work in an unknown European city during three different years over a span of four decades from 1950 to 1990.

Based on the information provided, the most popular mode of transport was walking in 1950, representing 38% of total travellers. In contrast, the lowest amount of travellers or 11% of travellers used cars. Bikes and buses were in the middle position, and were chosen by 30% and 22% of total commuters respectively.

The chart fast-forwards to 1970, during which fewer commuters went to work on foot. The proportion halved to 17%, which made walking the least popular mode of transport. On the other hand, more people（28%）chose to drive to their workplace. The popularity of travelling by bus, car and bike remained relatively close to one another.

Again fast forward 20 years to 1990, we see a substantial jump in car riders to 49% of total, making automobile usage the dominant mode of transport. Obviously car commuters outpaced bus riders at 23%, walkers at 15% and bikers at 13%, which all experienced significant downward trends.

To sum up, in the four decades, cars took the place of foot and bikes, becoming the main mode of transport.

In 1985, people in Belgium experienced the highest unemployment rate at 11. 8%, whereas the percentage in Japan was the lowest, at only 2. 5%. The figures in the other three countries ranged from 10. 4% to 8. 8% with a relatively smaller gap.

All the nations experienced a decrease in joblessness during 1987. Belgium remained the top of the list at 8. 8%, closely followed by Australia（8. 6%）. The difference between France（7. 3%）and Canada（7. 4%）was dramatically lessened. Japan still kept the bottom with 2. 3% unemployment.

However in 1989, only Belgium was successful in improving the employment situation, with a smaller rate of joblessness at 7. 5%, whereas the other countries bore a rebound, even higher than their levels of 1985. Australia replaced Belgium to top the list at 11. 3%. Japan continued to be the one where employees were the least likely to be dismissed（2. 6%）.

It is obviously shown that Belgium's unemployment rate was declining consistently. Japan presented a steady employment picture while France, Australia and Canada all showed a noticeable fluctuation during the 4-year period.

The data above illustrate the change in the proportion of young adults working in various sectors in a particular country from 2005 to 2010.

In 2005, most youngsters worked for these three sectors. To be specific, social service workers accounted for 34% of total young labours and the other two main industries evenly employed 20% in this age group. However, in 2010 smaller part of young people were recruited in the traditionally popular industries. While shops, restaurants and hotels attracted more young people at 32%, manufacturing and social services were losing their popularity, respectively hiring 14% and 22% of the young workforce.

Agriculture, business, transport and others kept to be the minor sectors despite that the percentage of young employees increased moderately during these five years. The percentage of transport personnel declined from 5% in 2005 to 4% in 2010. In contrast, the figure for farm hands increased slightly from 5% to 8% during the same period. There was also an insignificant growth in other industry, from 8% to 10% in the same 5 years.

From the statistic, a labour flow can be seen from manufacturing and social services to farming, business and customer services.

Food and cars took up the two biggest portions of American expenditure in both years. In 1966, food accounted for 44% of household spending, being the biggest item of expenditure. But this percentage dropped by two thirds to 14% in 1996. Conversely, the outlay on cars doubled, rising from 23% in 1966 to 45% in 1996.

Based on this chart, Americans changed their consuming habit in various ways. Expenditure on eating out doubled, climbing from 7% to 14%. Computer purchases increased dramatically, from 1% in 1966 up to 10% in 1996. However, as the two figures rose, book purchases plummeted from 6% to 1%.

The other expenditures did not change much during the three decades. Americans allocated approximately the same proportion of their spending（8%）on petrol and furniture in both years.

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The charts show how much a UK school spent on different running costs in three separate years: 1981, 1991 and 2001.

In all three years, the greatest expenditure was on staff salaries. But while other workers' salaries saw a fall from 28% in 1981 to only 15% of spending in 2001, teachers' pay remained the biggest cost, reaching 50% of total spending in 1991 and ending at 45% in 2001.

Expenditure on resources such as books had increased to 20% by 1991 before decreasing to only 9% by the end of the period. In contrast, the cost of furniture and equipment saw an opposite trend. This cost decreased to only 5% of total expenditure in 1991 but rose dramatically in 2001 when it represented 23% of the school budget. Similarly, the cost of insurance saw a rising trend, growing from only 2% to 8% by 2001.

Overall, teachers' salaries constituted the largest cost to the school, and while spending increased dramatically for equipment and insurance, there were corresponding drops in expenditure on things such as books and on other workers' salaries.

2. 参考提纲及考官范文
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The charts compare the sources of electricity in Australia and France in the years 1980 and 2000. Between these years electricity production almost doubled, rising from 100 to 170 units in Australia, and from 90 to 180 units in France.

In 1980 Australia used coal as the main electricity source（50 units）and the remainder was produced form natural gas, hydro power（each producing 20 units）and oil（which produced only 10 units）. By 2000, coal had become the fuel for more than 75% of electricity produced and only hydro continued to be another significant source supplying approximately 20%.

In contrast, France used coal as a source for only 25 units of electricity in 1980, which was matched by natural gas. The remaining 40 units were produced largely from oil and nuclear power, with hydro contributing only 5 units. But by 2000 nuclear power, which was not used at all in Australia, has developed into the main source, producing almost 75% of electricity, at 126 units, while coal and oil together produced only 50 units. Other sources were no longer significant.

Overall, it is clear that by 2000 these two countries relied on different principal fuel sources: Australia relied on coal and France on nuclear power.

The flow chart illustrates how bricks are made for building use. This process basically involves three stages.

The first stage is shaping bricks. Initially, as the main material for making bricks, clay is dug from underneath by a digger. Next, in order to remove stones or pebbles, clay is sieved through a metal grid. The smaller pieces of clay drop onto a roller which carries them to a further place where sand and water are added. The mixture of the three materials is either formed in moulds or cut into bricks by a wire cutter.

In the following stage, the fresh soft bricks are firstly kept in a drying oven for 24-48 hours to make them dry. Then they are transferred to a kiln at the moderate temperature from 200 to 980 degree followed by another kiln at the temperature as high as 870-1300 degree. After that, bricks are cooled in a cooling chamber for 48-72 hours.

In the last stage, the hard bricks are packaged before they are delivered by lorry to construction sites.

The flow chart illustrates how glass is recycled. The process is divided into three stages.

In the first stage, used glasses in various forms are dumped into a recycled bin. They are collected at a collection point and then transported by truck to a cleaning plant.

In the processing stage, there are several steps to go. Firstly, the dirty glass products have to be washed by high pressure water. Then they are classified according to their colours, namely brown, green or clear, before they are transferred to a recycling plant where they are heated in a furnace at an extremely high temperature until they are melted. The melted recycled glass is added with new liquid one and the mixture is poured into a mould to be shaped. After the liquid get cool, it becomes solid and is packed carefully with a box.

In the final stage, the packed glasses in different shapes are delivered to supermarkets, ready for being sold to potential customers.

The two maps illustrate the development of an island.

The first map shows what the island was like before the construction of some tourist facilities. The long narrow small island was just over 200 metres long, with the east end wider than the west where there was a beach extending to the sea. First, two blocks of accommodation have been built respectively in the west and central part of the island with a round footpath in the middle of each of the blocks, connecting each house. 留学生活札记

澳洲文化深体验

我的留学经历有些与众不同。36岁那年我辞去小镇稳定的教师工作，告别理解并支持我的丈夫和9岁的儿子，奔赴完全陌生的异国他乡——澳大利亚。

勇敢体验

在澳洲第二大城市——墨尔本，我发现自己置身于完全陌生的环境中：周围会说汉语的人大多是年轻的留学生，他们大部分来自大城市，而我就像一个异类。但是不久我就发现了年轻的留学生们普遍存在的问题。他们大多胆小，怕与当地人交流，他们尽量减少与当地人接触的机会，只跟本国人打交道，不管是找房子、交朋友、找工作，还是网上聊天。我的一个室友刚到澳洲时被朋友拉去唐人街打了一天工，从此没再做工。她说在门口给过往的行人发菜单，觉得既丢人又辛苦，挣钱还少，没什么意义，反正她也不差钱。而我恰恰与此相反，第一次出国感到特别的新奇，哪里都想去，见人就想说话。在以前居住的偏僻小镇上没有机会和外国人说话，现在好不容易有机会，可以好好练练口语啦！即使我上课听懂了，下课后我还会主动找老师请教一些问题，其实就是为了跟老师多说一会儿话。有一次我鼓动我的小室友们周末去海边玩，其中一位已经拿到澳洲的PR，并且有了工作，但她竟然是第一次开车出去玩耍。从此之后，周末她就会主动吆喝我们出去玩。除了学习，打工是体验当地文化和生活最重要的方式，即使你不差钱。我做第一份工作时，第一天上班就因为火车半路检修迟到了20分钟，但是我的澳化的Israel老板只是开个玩笑，大家哈哈一笑就过去了，这让我充分体验到澳洲特有的laid-back的生活方式。

看到周围的小留学生们因为胆怯而失去很多锻炼和体验的机会，我很为他们惋惜。也许他们对自己的语言水平不自信，因为很多留学生的雅思成绩只有5~6分；也许他们对自己的工作能力有怀疑，因为他们从来没有工作过；也许他们害怕被歧视，这不是什么稀罕事儿；也许他们不知道如何与外国人交流，因为我们与他们有很多不同的文化和习俗。但是无论如何，我们出国的目的不就是学习吗？不就是开阔眼界吗？如果我们不敢尝试新事物，那么费尽周折千里迢迢又为哪般？相比之下，其他国家或地区的留学生就比较泼辣一些，例如我的一些来自埃及、斯里兰卡、新加坡、伊朗、中国香港、中国台湾的室友或同学，他们打工多、语言好、适应性强、很独立，生活态度也更开放。我只是希望同学们能够充分利用这难得的机会，毕竟，出国留学对大多数人来说都不是一件轻而易举的事。同学们甚至可以重新考虑出国留学的时机，考虑有没有准备好，或许工作两年之后再出去会有更多的收获。做好充分的准备才是珍惜机会、充分利用机会的表现啊！

多元文化的魅力

我在澳洲读教育学，其中一门课叫diversity management，是关于如何管理多元文化的工作环境。我特别喜欢这门课的老师Lyn。她当年45岁，刚刚读完博士学位。她很受学生尤其是留学生的喜爱，她不但和蔼可亲，而且大概是由于所教课程的影响，她很会和各国的留学生打交道，她欣赏异国的文化，更喜欢异国食物。受她影响，我对东西方文化差异也比较敏感，到澳洲的第一天我就上了一堂文化课。当时我住在city里的Victoria Hotel，在电梯里遇到一位男士，他微笑着对我说了句How are you do-ing？我本能地回应他Fine，thank you。但是我非常诧异他为什么跟我打招呼，当时电梯里只有我们两个互不相识的人。我有些紧张地等待着电梯门打开，然后看着那个人扬长而去。之后我逐渐发现，和陌生人打招呼，尤其是在suburb，是澳洲人的传统习俗，这与我们从小所受的“不要跟陌生人说话”的教育恰好相反。澳洲是一个移民国家，一直有着多民族、多元文化的传统。大家和谐相处、互相尊重是不言而喻的社交准则。陌生人并不意味着危险或威胁。了解了这一点，我越来越习惯见人就笑。一次饭后和中国室友散步，其间她突然打断我们的聊天，问我“为什么每个从对面走来的行人都冲你笑着打招呼？”我说因为我冲他们笑啊！我的这位室友虽然来澳洲时间不短了，但是基本上都在虚拟世界生活，她怎么知道真实世界的规则呢？

独立与孤独

澳洲人虽然表面上很随和，但是深层次的个人关系却很难建立与维持，在各个年龄段单身的比例都是很高的。我个人认为主要的原因是他们过于强调独立精神。这种独立意识最深刻地体现在爱情关系上。大概很多人听说过在西方国家，夫妻的经济是各自分开管理的。我认为经济独立是他们思想意识深处独立精神的外在体现，这种深层次的独立性我曾经领教过。我在澳洲学翻译的时候遇到一位学日语的澳洲本地人。在一次职业道德的课堂上，我们讨论的内容是：在二战中的纳粹集中营里，一位德国狱卒喜欢上一位女犯，他对这个女犯人的丈夫说：“如果你同意我和你的妻子共处一宿，我就想办法让你们全家逃出去。”老师的问题是“如果你是这个丈夫，你会怎么做？”这个话题本身很有意思，而更有意思的是我这位澳洲男同学回答说：“如果我是这位丈夫，我会对我的妻子说，你的身体是你自己的，你有任何权利决定是否这么做。”这句话一落地立刻炸晕了所有在座的女性，她们全是亚洲国家或地区的女性呀！日本的、韩国的、中国香港的，她们全都表现出十二分的惊讶：怎么会如此没有责任感呢？其实，无论东方还是西方，男人都有责任感，不同的是：东方男人的责任感体现在“你是我的女人，我要为你全权负责”，而西方男人的责任感体现在“你是我的妻子，我要给你最大的自由和尊重”。所以相对来说，中国人无论男女都很累，因为他们把彼此绑在一起；而澳洲人比较潇洒，他们不会给自己的另一半太多的压力，也不会过于纠结于两性关系，如果不合适，他们比较容易说byebye，但同时他们也比较孤独，我在澳洲认识的人几乎都是单身，无论男女老少，好像传染病一般。

拾金不昧——法律与道德，谁更有效？

澳洲除了物质丰富，社会文明和道德水准也比较高。自二战后就没有过什么大的灾难。社会福利好，人们安居乐业。我们住的房子后院经常不上锁，即使上锁，也没什么用，那种最老式的锁连我都会撬。无论豪宅还是最普通的民居，窗户都没有防盗铁棂。每家门前都有一个小花园，各家风格不同，栅栏很矮，只起装饰的作用。圣诞节时，有些家庭会用彩灯装饰他们的小花园，我见过最漂亮的小花园如童话世界一般。大部分澳洲人都有宗教信仰，所以除了法律的约束外，道德约束也为这个和谐的社会提供着保障。一次圣诞节前，我晚上出去溜房东的大狗，发现路边有一大袋各式各样的毛绒玩具，而且是新的，标签还在上面。我以为是附近人家丢的，就捡起来朝最近的那家房子走去，里面没有亮灯，没人。于是我就捡回家了。什么都没想。到家跟房东一说，他用很奇怪的眼神看着我说：“What did you bring it home for？”这句话把我问住了。What for？For nothing！没什么为什么，没主的东西，谁捡了就是谁的啊！刚来澳洲的时候听一位室友讲，这里到处都是摄像头，他的一位朋友在路上捡了一个钱包，在手里握了一个月后才敢把里面的钱花掉。我当时听了并不觉得有什么丢人，但是房东的不解让我心里很不舒服。当晚我就把那袋玩具放回了它本来的地方。第二天是Myer Xmas Parade，city最中心的步行街Bourke Street很热闹，街道用彩球和彩带装饰一新，因为游行队伍里有很多卡通人物，所以特别吸引小孩子。我第一次参加这样的活动，很开心，并且挤在观众群的最前面，我旁边有两个小朋友，大的男孩儿三四岁，小的女孩儿坐在童车里，大概有两岁。我对着过往的花车和队伍咔嚓咔嚓地拍照时，脚下飘来一个气球，我顺手捡起来，送给旁边的小姑娘，岂料还没等她伸手接，就被她的小哥哥一巴掌打在地上，“This is not hers. ”看着地上的气球，我想起几天前的那袋毛绒玩具，我彻底明白了澳洲人路不拾遗的风气是怎样形成的。除了摄像头，还有从小就灌输和培养的思想和习惯。

逃票——制度与人情

西方人有时显得傻或者笨，不像中国人那么聪明伶俐，表面上看似乎如此。在澳洲，几乎每一个留学生都有过坐车逃票的经历，因为澳洲的公交无论train，bus，tram都没人检票，只是有时突袭抽查，抓住就罚200大洋。胆小的就被吓住了，但是中国学生通常都艺高人胆大。我的一位中国同学曾经向我讲起她逃票的经历，查票人员问她的名字，假的；家庭住址，假的；跟到她家去，向她的室友核实她的名字，她竟会用眼神和口型与她的室友交流，帮她撒谎，以期逃过惩罚，这听起来像一次惊险刺激的冒险。当时我还很佩服她顽强抵抗的决心和手段，但是后来渐渐改变了想法。澳洲社会的安定和繁荣正是得益于人们的纯朴和对fair go的尊崇。而反观我们自己，一些人自以为聪明，贪小便宜，其实会吃大亏，害人害己。因为大家没有共同遵守规则，做事情的成本就会上升，效率就会降低。如同道路上没有红绿灯，交通必定会大乱，大家谁也走不动。一位来自大连的大姐在居民区suburb开了一家小超市，她说她不用认识任何人，也不用打点任何人，就可以开起超市，没有人际关系的烦恼，来店里检查卫生的工作人员连杯水都不喝。在国内，麻烦一百倍呀！

被打劫——犯罪与歧视

当然，澳洲不是天堂。比如，我的一个房东偶尔会吸大麻。住在他家的时候，我还曾经被打劫过。那是黄昏时分，上班族刚到家，大街上只有我一个人，因为那个区有点偏僻——本来澳洲也是一个地广人稀的地方。这时街对面一个中学生模样的男孩骑着自行车过来说：“Drop that bag！”我假装没听懂，继续往前走，并加快了脚步。这时那男孩大声喊道：“Drop that bag，otherwise I'll bash you！”我只好停下，转向他说：“Are you talking to me？You want money？Ok！”说着，我拿出钱包，心想，但愿他抢到钱就走，因为我的钱包里有一打重要的卡。打开钱包，我发现里面竟然一分钱都没有！我只好坦白：“Sorry，I just bought a monthly ticket this morning. ”接下来发生的事令我吃惊到差点张大嘴巴。那男孩转身离开，只留下一句“Never mind. ”我到家后跟房东说起这事儿，不知道要不要报警，因为那男孩比我儿子大不了多少，他也没有伤害我。但是我的房东鼓励我报警，他说如果不报警，那孩子还会打劫其他人，于是我报了警。没一会儿，两个警察就到了。他们问了我一些常规的问题，其中一个问题有点意思：

“Is he Asian or a local Aussie？”

“I think a local boy. ”

“What colour is his？”

“White”

“How white？”

“As white as you. ”

虽然澳大利亚是一个多民族国家，大多数人都能接受多元的文化环境，但是种族间的冲突还是存在的。从以上的一小段对话就可以听出偏见，被打劫还被歧视，然而我并没有感到惊恐或愤怒，相反，我只是觉得有意思。

出国留学无论对谁都是一段影响深远的经历，但是positive还是negative则另当别论。敞开心扉，拥抱生活，无论经历的事情本身是好是坏，我们都可以从中体会生活不可捉摸之奇妙，并且negative也可以转变成positive。

留学生活之学习篇

在国外留学最难适应的是学习生活。一般来说，大多数留学生用一个月左右的时间就可以了解当地的生活方式，如在哪里购物，找工作有哪些途径，如何申请工作许可，如何找房子等。毕竟留学生通常来自大城市，留学的目的地也是大城市，全球化令大城市的生活渐趋一致。但是东西方的教育体系和教育思想却存在较大差异。关于怎样才能通过考试、怎样写论文、怎样做小组作业、怎样参与课堂发言等，留学生通常要花费至少一学期的时间才能够知晓，而做到得心应手，有的学生可能需要一两年，甚至直到毕业也无法达成。

课堂口述（Oral Presentation）

东西方在教育方面的差异使得留学生活异常艰辛。但是如果我们在这方面有所准备，可能会提高适应的速度，从而有较大的收获。我个人认为东西方教育差异体现在以下三种能力培养上。

首先是课堂口述能力。我刚刚开始在皇家墨尔本理工大学上课的时候，非常惊异于当地学生在课堂上与老师交流时表达的流畅程度：没有一点儿磕磕巴巴，或者前后重复或颠倒，或者任何口头语，似乎他们提前做了很充分的准备，随时能够出口成章。尤其是课堂口述时，他们的表达非常流利，只是偶尔看一眼手里提示用的小卡片。后来发现即使在日常生活中他们的口头表达能力也比中国人强很多。对此我很久都不得其解。

在国外的学习生活中，所有的留学生都会遇到课堂口述（oral presentation）这种国内从未训练过的教学模式。学生的作业有时不仅仅上交给老师，而是需要用PPT把重点内容在课堂上对全班同学进行展示，并且配合口头的解释说明。这样做的目的是促进同学之间的互相学习和激励。我第一次做课堂口述的时候出了大洋相，由于缺乏经验，在口述的前一晚，我把自己的口述内容打印并背诵了下来，但是担心自己临时忘记，我就拿了自己的稿子到课堂上。结果出于紧张和不熟练，整个口述过程中我都在一边翻PPT，一边念自己的稿子。本来每个人的口述时间是5分钟，而我严重超时达15分钟。当时有我们小组的同学和两位老师都在场，其中一位在肯定我的作业内容之后直接批评我对时间控制得不好以及念稿问题。这件事到现在都令我感到尴尬。

直到我遇到一位6岁男孩的单亲妈妈房东，才真正了解了为什么西方人个个口才好。一天晚上，这位妈妈辅导孩子做作业，作业的内容是课堂口述自己感兴趣的东西。这个男孩喜欢汽车，他有一本厚厚的连环画，里面是各种车型以及各自的特性说明。妈妈帮助孩子把他想说的话写下来，然后要他在镜子前反复背诵，直到烂熟于心为止。虽然口述只要求3分钟，但是这个作业花了这母子俩一晚上的时间。这件事给我的印象很深，因为它解答了我长期困惑的事情。西方人从很小就接受这种口头表达能力的训练，而我们的学生在课堂上除了背诵课文之外，只是偶尔会有机会站起来回答老师的一个提问。所以西方人在公开场合自我表现的能力、表达能力、肢体语言的运用能力以及演讲能力都比东方人突出。

批判性思维（Critical Thinking）

东西方教育的第二个差异是批判性思维的培养。在中国，学生从未被鼓励去质疑老师，因为老师就是绝对的权威。如果课堂上学生努力理解老师的话并记下来，那么这样的学生必定考高分，就是好学生。而在西方社会，获得知识不是最终的目的，因为知识会过时，而获得知识的能力才是最关键的。所以批判性思维很受重视，因为这种思维方式鼓励不一样的想法，而不一样的想法会带来创新。我的研究生课程专修教育管理学，其中有一门课叫“组织管理”（Organisation Management）。之前我没有管理经验，只有教学经验，所以在学习的过程中我不得不从以前被管理者的角度转换到管理者的角度来理解这门学科。我把在书里学到的东西运用到对以前服务过的工作单位的理解上，从而获得了不一样的视角，据此而写的论文在班里获得了最高分数。

在“文化多元管理”（Culture diversity management）课上，我们曾经讨论过马斯洛的需求理论。该理论认为人的需求呈金字塔形，塔的下面是最基本的物质需求、安全需求等，上面是精神需求和情感需求；只有下层的需求得到满足，人才会去追求上一层需求。当时我表达了一个疑问，“有些苦修的和尚只对最高一层有追求，而有些人虽然很富有但仍然惜金如命，为什么？”很明显我的老师非常喜欢这样的质疑，她启发全班同学讨论这个问题，并且承认马斯洛理论的局限性。

自学能力（Self-learning Skills）

对于出国读大学，尤其是读研究生的学生来说，自学能力是至关重要的。每门课的第一节课，老师必定会布置这个学期的任务即作业。每个学生人手一份打印的正式作业要求和一长串的阅读目录（reading list）。老师在课堂上会详细说明这学期的主要学习内容，作业的内容和要求以及格式，留学生要特别注意引用资料的格式。大概了解了作业的要求之后，你首先要做的就是尽快去图书馆借书，自学是研究生们的主要学习方式。我的本地同学大多是中年人，且已做到单位的中层领导职位。他们平时工作日上班，只是周末才来接受这种继续教育，从而为他们未来的事业开辟空间。课堂上老师引导大家讨论一些重点的话题，加深同学们对本科目的理解。学生总是会就某些学术知识在工作中的运用提出问题。如果你不提前读书，了解这门课的主要知识，课堂讨论就会变得云里雾里，尤其是对于完全没有工作经验的年轻的国际学生来说更是如此。阅读目录上最前面的几本书最重要，最好都借到。但是图书馆的教材都比较稀缺，而且不允许压在手里太久，有时你不得不去书店买书。国外的书是非常贵的，一本通常几十澳币，相当于几百块人民币。如果你实在舍不得，那么还有一个办法——复印，这比买书便宜很多。

自学是研究生最主要的学习方式。我在澳洲一年读的书超过了我之前10年的读书总量。在澳洲我读的第一本书叫The Art of War，作者Sun Tsu，这名字读起来很奇怪，这是“战略管理”老师推荐的图书，打开一看竟然是《孙子兵法》，这让我很惊异。由于课堂上没明白老师的讲课，所以课后又读了其他几本老师列的书，才逐渐明朗，其实所谓战略管理就是全局观念。这时我才明白老师为什么带到课堂上一盘跳棋，并且请两位同学下棋，其他同学观战，他想让我们明白的道理就是全局观念和参与者之间的互动。

虽然我学的是教育管理专业，但是大多数老师都有商业背景，他们的教学也时常围绕着商业领域展开。教育管理专业有一门课叫“引领变化”（Leading Change）。这门课的老师非常关注学习型组织的建设，并且布置了这方面的作业。我之前就职的公立学校比较沉闷，所以不可能给我提供任何素材。巧的是我爱人的单位曾经有一任领导非常推崇《第五项修炼》这本书，并且在单位大力推行建设学习型组织。于是我给他打了一个电话，咨询他几个相关问题。当然在这个电话之前我读了很多相关的书，并且精心准备了很多的问题。在此基础上这个电话对我有重大的意义。最终我写的论文得到了老师很好的评价，给了我90分（HD）的成绩。

互动（Interaction）

在国外学习，与其他同学互相学习的能力和自学能力同样重要。互动是一种很常用的学习方式。小组活动和课堂讨论无论对小学生还是大学生都非常适用。我在澳洲学习期间，每学期每门课都有小组作业，大家分工合作，共同完成一项任务，通常是一个大型的课堂口述作业。在这个过程中涉及了小组讨论、思想交流、任务分配等。每个人都要主动参与，任务才能完成得顺利和圆满。分组通常是由老师去做，澳洲的老师比较懂得文化交融，所以他们总是把本地学生和国际学生搭配分组。而且每个小组的任务也是不同的，这样有利于各个小组之间互相学习。例如关于“引领变化”的课堂口述作业，我的小组的任务是分析迪士尼公司的海外扩张，而另一个小组的任务是分析摩托罗拉公司的发展情况。领到任务之后，我和我的小组成员就会聚在一起先看一下老师发的资料，然后讨论这个任务需要看那些书，谁负责阅读哪几本书，然后把大任务分成小任务，每个人负责自己的部分。之后我们各自回家做自己的事情，约好完成的时间，谁来做任务的合成衔接工作。在整个做作业的过程中我们可能还需要一两次的碰面，那么我们会提前在图书馆预约一间小会议室，大家带着各自的问题当面讨论。和同学们在一起学习的方式是非常有启发性的，你会看到其他同学的思考方式和学习方法，尤其对于跨国跨文化学习的学生来说，这是一个极好的机会。

东西方的教育存在很多的差异，而这正是我们出国留学的收获所在。它帮助我们开阔思路，变换视角，从而具有更多的灵活性和适应性。我相信出国前在这方面有一些思想上的准备一定会帮助同学们收获更多。

雅思考试通过之后……

看到学生们经过烤炉的锤炼，最终得到自己理想的分数，并即将踏上异国求学的道路，作为VIP雅思老师，我真心地为他们感到高兴，但是同时也为他们担心。因为绝大部分学生在出国前几个月的等待中并没有为出国后的学习和生活做充分的准备，他们只是探亲访友，参加各种告别宴会，购物，等候签证，买飞机票。事实上，他们还可以做更多事情。

雅思成绩达到学校的要求并不等于语言水平足够应付国外的学习和生活。本科对语言的要求通常是雅思成绩5. 5分，研究生6. 5分。当年我去澳洲留学的时候恰好够到6. 5分的分数线，自以为语言没问题，没想到一落地墨尔本，我竟然连问路都有困难，因为我根本听不懂给我指路的人说什么，我不得不一次次的pardon。当然对当地的地名不熟悉是其中一个原因，但是对当地口音的陌生是一个更大的障碍，过了一段时间我才适应过来。我个人认为，出国前的语言准备应重点练习听力。每个英语国家都有本国的口音，对地方音的适应往往需要一段时间。如果出国前就有意识地做这项工作，出国后就会节省很多时间，生活也会方便很多，对学习的好处更不用说了。澳洲本地人把me发成may音，may发成my，by发成boy，boy发成boa-y，简直一片混乱！是不是？但是一旦你熟悉这个发音系统，就会感觉自己的听力提高很多，其实就是几个元音的发音方法不同而已。同样地，英国也有很强的地方音。所以如果我的学生打算去英国，我会推荐她看Yes，Minister来练习听力。这是一个很有英伦风格的幽默系列剧，不但可以练习听力，熟悉英国口音，还可以了解很多的英国文化。如果去澳洲，我建议听abc. net. au/am，这是一个新闻广播，发音很清楚。每天选一则新闻，集中精力听，一个月后必有成效。同时你也可以了解到澳洲人关心的热点是什么，以及他们看问题的视角。除了发音的不同，听力其实主要是对发音与意义的关联的反应。有的学生说，我听见那个词，觉得熟悉，但是想不起什么意思，等我看见了才想起来。这就是听力弱的表现！提高听力的方法最好是精听。如果时间充裕，我通常建议学生看Desperate Housewives。因为剧中人物的发音很清楚，语速适中，内容生活化，比起其他流行的美国电视剧来更有实用价值，尤其适合听力6分左右的同学。同学们要把它当作精听材料，要反复听，不要因对剧情熟悉就失去兴趣。但是如果时间只有1~2个月，而且你的留学目的地不是美国，那最好暂时放一放。

出国前的另一个准备工作是文化方面。其实即使你出国做短期旅游，都应该搜索一下目的地的有关信息，更何况是长期的学习和生活。除了需要了解当地的天气、饮食、交通、住房之外，应更多关心文化差异，因为这对未来的学习和生活都有非常大的影响，而且适应文化差异需要更长的时间和更多的灵活性。出国前我在网上浏览过一些有关中西方文化差异的文章，这为日后的国外生活做了一点铺垫，但是亲身体验比阅读他人的经验要深刻得多。

对当地文化的了解有很多途径。在留学生们聚集的网站或论坛可以看到很多留学生活的文章，从中可以了解他们遇到的问题和困难，从而做些相应的准备。找一家当地最流行的报纸，每天浏览，既可以练习阅读，增加词汇量，（即使你阅读8分，读报纸仍然不是一件轻松的事）还可以了解时事，尤其是本地人关心的时事，你会发现我们关心的点和他们有所不同，看法和角度也有差异。注意：当地报纸不一定是全国性的，最好是局限于你要去的那个城市。我在墨尔本时订的报纸是The Age，它是墨尔本发行量最大的报纸。

文化差异的敏感性需要亲身经历和体会才能获得，无法快速达成。而有些小技巧却可以立竿见影地帮助你最好地了解你即将前往的城市，从而使日常生活更加便捷。在国外，绝大部分信息都是公开的，你在网上都可以搜索到，例如留学生打工政策、移民政策、保险政策、租房来源、流动市场等。但搜索引擎的使用需要改变，在澳洲，我不用google. com. uk. ，而用google. com. au. ，这样我搜索到的信息都是以当地的优先。例如电子地图，我只用street-directory. com. au. ，找房子用的是housemates. com. au. ，找工作就上mycareer. com. au或者seek. com. au. ，当然你也可以输入汉字，那么你找到的信息大多是澳洲华人使用的网站。

最重要的准备工作应该是了解你即将就学的学校。上他们的网站，上你的专业院校的网站，寻找每一门课的信息，看看能不能提前看一些书，哪怕是中文的也好。提前做一些学术上的准备会令你尽快地适应西方式的教学。你需要有较强的自学能力，因为大部分学习都是在老师的引导下独立完成的。开学第一天非常重要，这一天老师会把一学期的读书任务和考试形式以及评分标准都发给你。一下课你最好直接冲向图书馆，把本学期的读书目录reading list尽量借到手，晚了就没有了。了解你的学校至关重要，除了学术方面的准备，你还可以挖掘最多的资源，并充分地利用他们。学校里会有一些跨学科的公开课，你可以挑有兴趣的参加，有就业服务、语言辅导中心，有租房信息，有各种社团，而且收费低廉，我当时参加过兵乓球俱乐部。学期末我写完论文后会预约语言中心的老师，请他帮我检查一下语言方面的问题，这可是一对一的呀！在学校订报纸比外面便宜很多。国外的书很贵，除了借图书馆的，还可以买二手的。在校园的信息板上会看到毕业了的学生出售二手书的信息。书也可以复印，价钱只有原书的三分之一。如果出国前就在学校的网站上溜达几圈，将来你的校园生活一定会比较充实。

出国留学无论对谁都是一个难得的机会，同学们一定要好好利用。同学们一定要敞开心扉，大胆热情地拥抱生活，无论经历的事情本身是好是坏，我们都可以从中体会生活不可捉摸之奇妙，并且negative也可能转变成positive。带着这样的态度出国，相信你的收获一定会特别地多。

学生心得

学生跟老师学固然重要，有时学生跟学生学也能取得意想不到的效果。正是基于这个想法，才有了这篇文章。希望同学们互相借鉴，从下面这些进步明显的同学们的经验中获取些许灵感，并最终找到适合自己的学习方法。括号内的学员信息为写作成绩提高幅度或写作考试成绩、海外留学就读学校和专业。

封卓琪（5. 5分→8分，英国兰卡斯特大学Lancaster University，会计专业）

第一，正确认识自己，找出症结所在。从前对自己的英语充满了自信，许多指导过我的老师和同学也都估计我的写作成绩能在6分之上，然而我却只拿到了5. 5分。我百思不得其解，又想要在短时间内取得突破，于是报了北京新东方学校VIP一对一10节的写作课程。朱瑞红老师分析了我以往的作文，认为我虽然语言功底不错，但“却不会向考官展示”。相信这可能是许多“烤鸭”战友们存在的问题。朱老师带领我重新分析了雅思写作评分标准，学习了如何通过审题找切入点，如何思考论据以及论证，我才对雅思写作有了较为准确的认识。

第二，找对方法，事半功倍。我认为朱老师推荐的“对照翻译剑桥雅思考官范文”这种方法起到了至关重要的作用。虽然没有足够的时间全部对照翻译，但我把剑3~剑7 A类、G类所有的考官范文都进行了仔细的分析，并抄写、背诵下来。因为只有对比，才会发现自己的遣词造句、行文既不够地道又不够流畅，与范文相比有很大差别。同时，对比的过程也是积累的过程，在这一过程中，语感自然而然地得到了提升。

第三，摒弃对“complicated”的盲目追求，文章“clear”才是第一位的。而我理解这个clear却费了不少功夫。之前我总误以为能用强调句、倒装句等各种句型以及多写长句就能得高分，后来不理想的成绩终于扭转了我的观点，单纯为了“用”而生搬硬套，最后定会适得其反，让考官confused。分析考官范文时我发现，一篇文章中有时只有一个强调句或倒装句，反而更常出现的是and、but、then、this/that、because、if等我们一般认为比较简单甚至都不屑使用的表达，然而正是这些表达才是英国人最常用的，而且我们也比较“精通”且不容易出错，所以会使文章非常流畅。

此外，由于申请英国的学校，我需要经常与对方发邮件。我发现学校的回复邮件基本都是简单句，偶尔有个定语从句之类的，感觉很“清爽”，而相比之下我发的内容则有时从句套从句，自己读起来都累。跟英国人写的东西对比，我才发现什么叫clear：不要总想把要表达的意思在一句话里说完，有时把它分解成几个简单句加些连接词反而效果更好。所以我建议，有机会的话可以尝试跟native speaker 邮件交流一下，个人感觉这非常有助于发现自己写作中存在的问题和与他们之间的差距。

总之，比较我考5. 5分和考8分的作文，我认为复杂句型可以写，而且需要写出来证明你有这样的水平，但不需要太多。复杂句和简单句要搭配，文章要有节奏，有些看似简单的句型或许是最能使文章清晰、流畅的。

第四，大小作文均衡处理，小作文决不能掉以轻心。之前我误以为小作文不用练习，简单的背诵范文就行。但在新东方上课时，朱老师提醒我小作文也很重要，而且它提分相对比较容易，可以分担一部分大作文的压力。于是我跟着朱老师认真、系统地学习了小作文的写作，包括怎样审题，怎样根据写作目的从给的信息中提炼出重要的details，怎样描写趋势，怎样对比等。这次雅思写作考到8分，小作文练习功不可没。

第五，万用试金石——坚持练习，坚持修改。写作要想考取高分，一定量的练习必不可少。然而更关键的是，自己的文章最好能有权威的老师或native speaker帮忙指出问题和修改。根据我的经验，一味地埋头写作，效果并不明显。

第六，坚持与自信的关键在于Listen to Your Heart。这说起来容易做起来难。经过失败之后，人往往会听到周围各种各样的声音，有鼓励但也有质疑和嘲讽，自己也会不自觉地对自己的能力开始怀疑。我曾不止一次地想过“算了吧，找个一般的学校上吧！”然而这样的念头不久又都会被我自己打破，因为不管别人怎样说，我清楚我付出的努力，我了解我过去的成绩，我相信这不是我的水平。我的人生道路每一步都应该有我踏实的脚印，如果年轻的时候我没有尽全力去争取更好的未来，几年之后我一定会追悔莫及。

第七，优秀的指导是提高成绩的“双翼”。说实话，之前我由于一时疏忽，选择失误而走了不少弯路，但后来我下定决心来到新东方，遇见朱瑞红老师，是缘分更是幸运。朱老师帮我找到写作的症结，针对我的问题制定教学计划，把我带到雅思的“正路”上来。她不仅在知识上给予我有力的帮助，而且用自己的人生经历鼓励我，在我沮丧的时候发现我的闪光点，甚至课程结束后也像上课时那样耐心地帮我修改作文。最终的8分让我在申请学校时有了更足的底气。我想这个来之不易的成绩应该有她的一半。衷心地感谢朱瑞红老师！

张颐（7分，圣安德鲁斯大学St. Andrew's University，博物馆与画廊管理专业）

我是国际关系学院法语系大三的学生。2011年5月28日，我第一次参加了雅思考试，取得写作7分的好成绩。在此愿与大家分享我的学习经验。考试前我在北京新东方学校VIP一对一培训上了9节朱瑞红老师的写作课，这次学习经历令我进步很多。

首先是小作文，以前没有接触过，对于文科生的我来说，分析描述数字成了一件难事。刚开始，不知道哪些数字应该重点写，哪些可以省略。作业本上老师批改的红笔痕迹比大作文还多。好在朱老师和我都比较爱总结，每次朱老师批改过后都会在作业后面把重点错误一条条地列出来，比如“结构、时态（过去式）、主谓一致（三单）、词性（形容词和副词）、名词的数、冠词，定语从句与宾语从句的区别”等。在考试前我把所有错误又总结了一下，整整三大张纸。这样做的好处是提高了速度，同时也提高了敏感度。考试时，我写完两篇作文后还剩下3分钟，我很快地检查了一下，大、小作文分别发现3处语法错误，都是平常容易犯的。

小作文很讲究条理性，一堆数字有多种描述顺序，但是哪一种最能体现制表的意图呢？这是增强小作文条理性的最重要思路。在考场上一看小作文，我就感到很有把握，因为这和我练过的一篇作业非常相似。表面上看是表格图，但实际上是线图，因为有明显的升降趋势。我按照线图的思路写，其中有两条线对比着一起写，同时注意趋势句型的变化。23分钟后我写完小作文，感觉很流畅。通过不断的练习和改进，我在小作文上的提高最明显。

通过学习雅思，我的写作思路也有了很大的改变。开课前朱老师让我第一节课时带两篇大作文过来。看了我的文章，她说内容有些空洞，论据的相关性不强。例如，在谈到师生关系的变化时，我想说学生没有以前那么依赖老师了，下面是我第一次写作的段落：

In previous schools，students were keeping an intimate connection with their teachers. Given more free choices today，we prefer to study alone instead of being so reliant on teachers.

朱老师说，师生关系变化的原因是信息科技的发展，这一点应该说明，另外，还应点明师生关系的变化趋势，因为这篇文章是讨论人际关系变化的。下面是我修改后的写作段落：

Students are less likely to rely on teachers than decades ago. Teachers used to be the only knowledge sources for students. However，in modern society with advanced information technology，students are given more choices today，such as distance learning，and the relationship between them is becoming less tight.

经过修改，我发现原来除了语法的问题以外，我的文章逻辑性不够清晰，论证力度也不够。

第二节课就是学习论证方法，之后我的作文在这方面有了很大的提高。分论点和论据的指向越来越明确、专注，不像以前写的那么散，也不会出现写到半截不知道要往哪儿说的情况。

雅思写作还有一个与中文写作不同的地方，就是主题句。通常学生在大作文中能运用这个方法，但是在小作文中却忽视了。其实无论大作文还是小作文，主题句都是常用的手法。多看看考官的范文，就不难发现，小作文的主体段落都有主题句。它既概括了一个段落的内容，又让读者很快的抓住作者描述数字的顺序和依据，提高了整篇文章的清晰度。而7分和6分的一个重要区别就是清晰度的不同。

朱老师非常重视考官范文的学习，她认为这样可以快速提高语言的地道性。培训期间我一共翻译了10多篇大作文和小作文。翻译后还要把自己喜欢的词句标注出来，并且在作文中运用。考场上我就模仿了剑3 Test A 的两个反问句：如果不培养学生的价值观，怎么能培养出对社会有用的人？如果只有学术知识，学生怎么应对个人的感情和精神生活？同时结构方面我也模仿了这篇范文，先让步、再反驳、后立论。所以，考场上的这篇作文不但写得速度较快，感觉逻辑也很顺。

在分论点方面，考试前我把机经又过了一遍。不过这个机经不是新东方发的按时间编排的机经，而是朱老师按照话题组织的机经。比如说，所有教育类的题目放在一块，看完之后就会对教育类题目有比较深的理解，因此就不太容易偏题。再加上朱老师把几个大的类别也都和我讨论过，并把常用的论点做了总结，而且教育类是练得最多的话题，所以扣题会比较准。考场上的这篇大作文是关于老师是否应该负责学生的道德教育。我的论点包括对个人的影响以及对国家的影响。考场上我自己并不太确定从国家角度谈教育是否贴切。中文作文的经验是谈的越大越高分，但是考官是不是也认可呢？朱老师在讲教育类的时候是以学生为中心来考虑论点的，但是她说这道题这样写也是非常扣题的。

希望以上的经验能够对其他的考生有帮助。因为总分不够理想，我还会再考一次，所以这样的总结对我自己也是非常有益的。大家经验共享，一起努力吧！

陈奕林（7. 5分，诺丁汉大学The University of Nottingham，经济学专业）

在雅思写作方面，我最大的体会就是，虽然写作一直被认为需要长期的积累才会获得高分，但其实雅思写作是可以快速提高分数的。我第一次考试时作文成绩只有5. 5分，半年后第三次考试我就获得了7. 5分。个人经验是：

第一，认真对待老师归纳出来的大作文和小作文类型，但写出自己拿手的个人风格，再不断改进。这样到考场上时无论遇到什么题目，都可以套进自己的惯例写法。这个偷懒方法导致我后期写雅思作文超快，很节约时间。

第二，利用口语、阅读等帮助提升写作。首先我比较懒，不喜欢背单词，但作文又需要一些“高级词汇”，所以我的写作句式词汇基本都来自阅读，做雅思阅读需要勾画重点词汇，勾画多了就记住了。像文章开头和结尾、段落衔接等，如果不想太老套的话，就学习剑桥系列作文范本，学阅读文章最方便了，而且犯错率低。

我还有一个问题就是，文章写的还行，但低级错误特别多，小语法如时态、介词搭配这类都能错，直接把文章拉低档次，高级词汇再多也没用。后来发现说写相通，写作语法错误本质上来源于口语差，所以在准备口语的过程中就锱铢必较地学习语法细节了。说顺了，写的自然就对了。

第三，最后这点有些俗，就是多看。我是出国读预科一个月后考的第三次雅思，当时面对本科择校的小测试，不停的在看课本，看了好几本经济学的书。雅思考试时发现潜移默化用上了那种专业写作的口吻。雅思写作毕竟是为了出国留学做准备，我觉得大作文和小作文可以看作是出国后写assignment的预演，用写论文的态度（用词辩证不偏激，善用多用例子，少重复句式词汇，逻辑严谨，立意发自内心）写雅思作文，分数自然不会低。

利用课间写了这些，文笔不行，但发自内心，这些的确是我这个懒人短时间内提高雅思作文成绩的“偷懒方法”，也许有可借鉴的地方，故与大家共享。

黄佳珊（4. 5分→6分，曼彻斯特大学The University of Manchester，MSc Chemical Engineering with Design毕业；UCL MSc Biochemical Engineering 在读）

我是新东方的学员黄佳珊，我已经在曼彻斯特大学的MSc Chemical Engineering with Design专业毕业了，拿到了期盼已久的毕业证书。但是我觉得一年的学习时间太短，所以又申请了伦敦UCL的MSc Biochemical Engineering。两所学校由于水平排名还是有些许差距的，所以在伦敦上学给我的感觉就是十分紧张。但是有对比的学习让我也对学习工程类科目在写作上的要求了解很多。但愿我的心得可以帮助很多即将赴英学习的朋友们。

在曼彻斯特大学由于学的是Chemical Engineering with Design这个专业，会有design project，所以个人感觉写project report对写作用词的要求不是很高，因为毕竟还是主要用数字公式等完成报告，老师也表示说对写作词汇用法不是很严格，主要还是需要结果正确合理。所以在这点上，我想对学习engineering的朋友们说，雅思写作的小作文很重要，因为我感觉做工程类的工作，你会得到很多数据，但是需要你来分析这些数字背后的故事。这不仅要用图表表示出来，也需要你用文字让读者一眼看明白其中的关系和意思，而逻辑连接词让文章看起来更有逻辑性，这是很关键的。毕竟工程科学很深奥，如果写出来的报告再难懂，那真的像天书了。所以我建议学习工程类的同学还是要在考雅思之后多多留意小作文的写作方法，这对写project report会很有帮助。

在UCL的学习中，由于我之前已经有engineering的背景，所以课程安排主要是以补充science类课程为主，像一些基础biology、bioscience、biochemistry等，涉及很多生物领域的词汇，很难懂。此外，课程作业量明显要比曼彻斯特大学的多很多，而且大部分是2000字的essay，这时候就对写作方面的词汇和语法有要求了，这对我来说是有难度的。起初感觉很吃力，但是由于写essay的时候需要阅读大量的academic paper，所以我认为从那些已经发表的高水平的学术文章里可以学到很多方法。其实写essay并不需要很华丽的辞藻，关键就是要在有限的篇幅中简练地写出自己的研究成果，多读paper十分有用。对于来英国的主流团体——学商科的同学来说，个人感觉雅思大作文还是很有帮助的。具体的不太了解，毕竟隔行如隔山。

以上就是我对写作的一点学习心得，与大家共享。

李璐（4. 5分→6. 5分，澳大利亚麦考瑞大学Macquarie University，会计专业）

存在的问题：

第一，我以前上过新东方的大班课程，但是由于过去在写作方面练习少，下笔后容易出现各种语法错误，例如动词的三单，名词的复数等。这些问题在写作练习中被老师不断纠正。

第二，对雅思议论文的误解。尤其是回答优劣势题型时，没有在主体段展示出自己的倾向性，而是到结论段才阐明自己的观点。

第三，对雅思话题的理解过于表面，导致对某些题目的回答不切题。

第四，结论段重申自己的主张，这与立论段的表达有重复。

解决的措施：课程开始前朱老师电话通知我带来以前写过的作文。但是我之前基本没写过，只好硬着头皮在开课之前的晚上写了一篇。

朱老师根据评分标准对我以往的写作练习进行了一一评价，并把我的问题一一写在我的笔记本上。我当时恍然大悟，终于明白自己的写作为什么考的那么菜。

老师和我在课堂上讨论了几个大的话题并且总结了常用论据。我在课堂上记下提纲，老师看过之后我回家写全文。我发现自己对很多题目的理解都对，就是知识面太狭窄了。例如关于网络教学和传统教学的对比，我以为网络教学是在家自学呢！同时我也纳闷自己和周围的同学怎么都没有上过远程课程。和老师讨论之后我才知道这是给成年人继续教育用的，我们学生不是网络课程的目标群。

以前考试我的结论总是草草了事。下面这段结论是关于保护动物与关心人类自己之间的矛盾，我写得非常简单，而且没有回应题目中的两个方面，有敷衍了事的嫌疑。

In a word，we should pay more attention to animal situation and take effective measures to decline the number of extinct animal species.

高分的结论段应该更准确地回应题目，最好把题目中对立双方的关系做一个平衡或连接。上面的结论经过老师的修改，更加全面地回应了题目。

Based on forgoing discussion，I am firmly convinced that although the outcome of spending money on protecting extinct animal is slight and it is a money-consuming thing，animals can affect our surroundings and lives to some extent. Consequently，we should pay more attention and take some effective measures to decline the number of extinct animal species.

朱老师说我的英语基础不错，好好努力能考得不错，所以我就比较用功，上课期间总共写了不下10篇大作文，而且每一篇都按照老师的要求在批改后再重抄一遍。我觉得把所有被批改过的作文重新认真抄一遍其实特别有用；而且补习结束以后，我把所有犯过错误的词语和句子又都总结在了一张纸上（其实一张纸不够写的，嘻嘻），就是希望把简单的错误和常犯的错误在考试时多注意些。总之，我无论是在写作速度、扣题精确度方面，还是在语言能力方面，都比培训前有了很大的提高。

叶启妍（6分→7. 5分，悉尼大学The University of Sydney，Major in Accounting and Business Information System）

我觉得最重要的是审好题、抓好思路。雅思写作题目比较倾向于学生对于社会人文问题的观点与看法，而这些都是依靠平时积累得来的。所以平时不防多关注时事新闻和不同角度的双语社评文章来拓宽自己的视野，培养自己对人文问题的观点。在考前再抓紧注意一下文章的结构和表达方式就好了。

赵碧澄（5. 5分→6. 5分，伦敦大学学院 UCL，Statistics，Economics and Finance）

我感觉练习雅思写作最有效的方法就是先分出几大类题型，然后每一类都看一两篇高分范文，先有一个大概的思路然后再自己写，每一类写一篇，然后再看范文有没有什么好的表达可以用在自己文章中，从而进一步完善，最后修改语法并把自己写好的文章背下来，再在每一类中多看一看不同的题，想想怎么把自己的文章套用到不同的题目中就差不多了。

延学睿（5. 5分→6分，加拿大）

对于雅思写作，我觉得不能盲目地写，要有自己的一套模板。对于写作分数在5. 5分左右徘徊的同学，应该把重点放在小作文上，多听老师讲的小作文写作方法，而大作文要注重逻辑。


后记

成绩取决于水平？

在北京新东方VIP部门教了三年雅思写作，接触了很多学生。也许有人认为他们都来自富裕的家庭，可能有一些共同的特点，比如学习动力不足或者英语基础薄弱。但是事实上很多学生非常地用功，也有部分同学英语水平相当不错。总之，学生的个体差异还是很大的。在教学过程中我发现，无论是在语言水平，还是在个性特征或行为习惯等方面，这些差异最终和他们的成绩有着某种非直接的却又必然的联系。希望我的发现可以给同学们带来某些启示，无论是雅思考生还是其他考试的考生，或者是已经就业的人士。

首先，我想总结一下那些考试成绩出乎我意料的学生。我的意思是出乎意料的好。他们都有哪些共同的特点呢？这些特点是否会帮助他们在今后的学习和工作以及生活中继续走得更顺利和更有成就呢？

第一，他们都有极其强烈的愿望和明确的目标并能够付诸行动。当然每个学生都想考个好成绩，尤其是VIP课程的学费这么贵，谁愿意浪费这些钱呢？但是这个愿望的强烈程度是不一样的。当我布置作业的时候，有的学生的反应是“老师，您可以多布置两篇，反正我也没其他事情”、“老师，我写完了发您邮箱吧”。有时我会问那些特别用功的学生“这些作业多吗？能做完吗？如果太多，你就只做前两个作业”。但是他们总是回答“不多”、“我尽量做”。而有的学生的反应却是“不用客气啦，我明天就来上课啦！”。或者有的干脆就不理我，我爱布置多少就多少，跟他没关系，反正他不做作业。学生的这些行为真实地表露了他们内心的想法。他们不想要一个好成绩吗？不可能。我认为他们对于自己能否通过努力得到一个好成绩没有信心。当他觉得无论自己多么努力都不太可能考好的时候他就没了动力，行为上就表现得不用功。最后老师、家长甚至他们自己也会认为成绩不好是他们自己不努力造成的。这种情况的确比较普遍，但还有一些学生，他们对自己也没有充分的把握，不知道自己最终能学出个什么样子。他们常会问“老师，你说我能考到5. 5吗？”。但是这些学生与前一种学生不一样的地方是他们学习很努力，甚至很拼命。最终他们会考出令自己和老师都意想不到的好成绩。这些学生都认为自己必须留学，正是这个愿望支持他们在不够自信的情况下也能努力争取最好的表现。

第二，他们之前有过挫败经历。最典型的例子就是封卓琪同学，她之前考过数次写作成绩都是5. 5分，而正是这个分数挡住了她出国留学的道路。当培训后的第一次考试又是5. 5分的时候她给我的短信非常绝望。我也为她感到难过并且觉得非常抱歉，而我能做的就是鼓励她、支持她、相信她。她之后的行为证明这是一个经得起挫折和压力的女孩。她继续练习写作，并给我发邮件批改。一个月之后令所有人震惊的写作8分横空出世。

第三，他们的目标并不高。也许是因为之前的挫败经历，这些学生并没有高远的目标。他们的目标只是比之前的成绩高一点点而已。也许正是因为这种务实的态度，让他们的学习过程更踏实，心态更平稳。而很多没有经历过雅思考试的学生，对自己的估计容易过高，目标定的不切实际。

第四，他们对老师充分信任。当然他们也会在学术上提出不同的观点，但是他们都能够接受老师对自己不足之处的指正，即使有时不能当下就理解。其实师生之间的这种信任关系对双方都是非常重要的，因为这会促进良性的互动。学生信任老师，老师就会更加努力，希望把这个学生教出成绩来。对于不努力的学生我总是感到有劲使不上。相反，用功的学生通常会提出更多的问题，在帮助他们解决这些问题的过程中，我自然而然地会不断完善自己的教学，积累更多的经验。这个过程中我的学生也在进步。这大概就是教学相长的意思吧！

特别的学生总是引起老师更多的注意。还有少数令人扼腕的学生，他们最终无法考出理想的成绩，甚至读语言的成绩也达不到。其实他们都有自己的优势，有的擅长舞蹈，有的喜欢表演，有的追求宗教成就或者传统功夫等。他们也有非常优秀的素质，和老师的关系甚至更加融洽。我个人觉得他们更加有趣、更有个性、更可爱。唯一的问题是他们选择的留学之路可能走不通，因为语言是他们难以逾越的障碍。对于基础过于薄弱的学生，我个人建议还是要明智选择，做自己喜欢和擅长的事，最终才会有成就和回报。
