1. The Format of the TOEFL®
 iBT
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2. What Is New about the TOEFL®
 iBT?

(1) The TOEFL®
 iBT is delivered through the Internet in secure test centers around the world at the same time.

(2) It tests all four language skills and is taken in the order of Reading, Listening, Speaking, and Writing, with a 10-minute break in the middle.

(3) The test is 4.0~4.5 hours long, and all of the four test sections will be completed in one day.

(4) Note taking is allowed throughout the entire test, including the Reading section. At the end of the test, all notes are collected and destroyed at the test center.

(5) Compared with the computer-based test (CBT) and paper-based test (PBT), the TOEFL®
 iBT has no Structure section. Grammar is tested indirectly on questions and tasks in each section.

(6) In the Listening section, one lecture may be spoken with a British or Australian accent.

(7) There are integrated tasks requiring test takers to combine more than one language skill in the Speaking and Writing sections.

(8) In the Speaking section, test takers wear headphones and speak into a microphone when they respond. The responses are recorded and transmitted to ETS's Online Scoring Network.

(9) In the Writing section, test takers must type their responses. Handwriting is not possible.

(10) Test scores will be reported online. Test takers can see their scores online 15 business days after the test and will also receive a copy of their score report by mail.

 Information on the Reading Section

The Reading section of the TOEFL®
 iBT measures test takers' ability to understand university-level academic texts. This section has 3~5 passages, and the length of each passage is about 700 words. Some passages may have underlined
 words or phrases in shade. Test takers can click on them to see a definition or explanation. Test takers have to answer 12~14 questions per passage. 60~100 minutes are given to complete this section, including the time spent reading the passages and answering the questions.

1.Types of Reading Passages

(1) Exposition – Material that provides an explanation of a topic

(2) Argumentation – Material that presents a point of view about a topic and provides evidence to support it

(3) Historical narrative – An account of a past event or of a person's life, narrated or written by someone else

Basic Comprehension Questions

(1) Vocabulary (3~5 questions per set)

_ This type of question asks you to identify the meanings of words and phrases in the reading passage.

(2) Reference (0~2 questions per set)

_ This type of question asks you to identify the referential relationship between the words in the passage.

(3) Factual Information (3~6 questions per set)

_ This type of question asks you to identify specific information that is explicitly stated in the passage.

(4) Negative Factual Information (0~2 questions per set)

_ This type of question asks you to check what information is NOT mentioned in the passage.

(5) Sentence Simplification (0~1 question per set)

_ This type of question asks you to choose the sentence that best paraphrases the essential information in the highlighted sentence.

_ This is a new type of question introduced in the TOEFL® iBT.

Inference Questions

(6) Inference Questions (0~2 questions per set)

_ This type of question asks you to identify an idea that is not explicitly stated in the passage.

(7) Rhetorical Purpose Questions (0~2 questions per set)

_ This type of question asks you why the author uses particular words, phrases, or sentences.

(8) Insert Text Questions (0~1 question per set)

_ This type of question provides an example sentence and asks you to decide where the best place for that sentence would be in the passage.

Reading to Learn Questions

(9) Prose Summary (1 question per set)

_ This type of question asks you to complete a summary chart with major ideas from the passage.

_ This question is worth up to 2 points, and partial credit is given.

_ This type of question does not occur with a Fill in a Table question in a same passage.

_ This is a new type of question introduced in the TOEFL®
 iBT.

(10) Fill in a Table (1 question per set)

_ This type of question asks you to identify and organize the major ideas of the passage into table categories.

_ This question is worth up to 3 points for tables with 5 correct answers and 4 points for tables with 7 correct answers. Partial credit is given.

_ This type of question does not occur with a Prose Summary question in one passage.

_ This is a new type of question introduced in the TOEFL®
 iBT.

2. Question Formats

There are three question formats in the Reading section:

(1) Four-choice questions with a single answer in traditional multiple-choice format

(2) Four-choice questions with a single answer that ask test takers to insert a sentence where it fits best in a passage

(3) Reading to Learn questions with more than four choices and more than one answer

Definition Clues

Definition clues describe or explain a word's meaning right after the word is used. They give a definition or a restatement of the unknown word. Definition clues usually follow signal words or phrases such as or, means, refers to, is, is called, is defined as, or which is.

Synonym & Antonym Clues

To help show the meaning of an unknown word, writers sometimes use a familiar word with a similar meaning (a synonym) or a word with an opposite meaning (an antonym). A synonym clue can be found in the same sentence as the unknown word, but sometimes it may appear in another sentence. An antonym clue can usually be found in sentences that contrast each other. These sentences sometimes include signal words or phrases like but, however, instead, in contrast, on the other hand, though, whereas, and some…; others…

Example Clues

Example clues provide examples of the unknown word. The clue may be introduced, but not always, by signal words such as include, for example, for instance, such as, and like. The clues are not always in the same sentence.

Experience Clues

Experience clues rely on your own knowledge or experience to understand an unknown word. Many times, the text will mention something you know about, but it will not directly tell you what the word means. So you need to use your logic and reasoning skills based on your experience and common knowledge.

The History of Greek Influence

Greece is a beautiful country in the south of Europe. It used to be called Hellas in ancient
 times.

The Euro: a Common Currency

The Euro was highly debated
 in Europe. Should all these countries use the same currency? Common money is a symbol of common culture. Many Europeans did not agree with this. They were concerned about a loss of national identity. They were also worried that one country's economy would affect another's. Would inflation in Italy affect the French economy?

In 1999, twelve European countries united under the Euro. It benefits citizens and companies. When citizens travel within the Euro area, they do not need to change money. They are able to compare prices more easily. They also do not need to worry about exchange rates. The united currency helps business trade grow. It plays an important role in forming a European single market. In this way, Europeans can compete with the USA and Asian countries.

The Euro is managed

Copyright

A copyright is a way to control the use of ideas. You cannot use other people's ideas. It is illegal to print, copy, sell, or distribute someone else's work. You may not change, translate, record, or perform any part of an author's work. This requires permission
 . Also, it may be illegal to copy and paste other people's e-mail messages. Copying without permission equals theft.

Copyright deals with more than ideas. It also deals with the way something is expressed. Copyrights exist in wide areas of creative work. These include written work, designs, and music. They
 also include paintings, photographs, and TV broadcasts. A copyright may be marked by © in the work. However, even if there is no symbol, the work is immediately protected by law as soon as the work is created.

The Statute of Anne was the first copyright law. It was passed in England in 1710. Before the statute, the power of creation was held in the hands of select
 people and guilds. The statute applied to the general public, not just a privileged few. It protected the author of a work, not his guild. Also, it put a time limit on the copyright. A person had sole rights for 21 years.

There is no doubt that copyright plays an important role in creativity. If writers have control over their own work, they feel safe to produce more. For most creators, the work and the legal right to the work are of equal concern. Such legal protection aids economic, cultural, and social development.

It shared a similarity
 of forms and materials used by the ancient Romans. Romanesque means "in the manner of the Romans." Before the 11th century, people were busy fighting each other. They rarely had enough to eat. People had no time or energy to build big and fancy buildings. Around 975, Europe society began to calm down. By 1050, kings began to order the building of large, stone structures.

The stone vaulted building was a major achievement
 of Romanesque architects. Curved ceilings replaced wooden roofs. Wood was likely to catch on fire. Vaulted stone posed building problems for builders. What shapes worked? How was the weight of stone to be supported?

Builders invented some solutions, which included domes and rounded points. To support the heavy stone, they used thick walls and piers. Windows had to be small to keep the strength of the wall. This resulted in churches with dark interiors. This did not change until the Gothic design was used some centuries later.

Romanesque was the first pan-European building style since Roman times. The spreading of the style can be explained in this way: people at this time traveled for religious purposes. They would see great buildings and bring home ideas on how they were built. Romanesque buildings can be seen all over France, England, Italy, Germany, and northern Spain.

The Steam Engine

The steam engine was a great advance
 for mankind. It made modern industry possible. Suddenly, the work of hundreds of men could be replaced by a machine. "Work" was to be accomplished by a new muscle: energy. It relied on basic principles of thermodynamics. In particular, it relied on Boyle's law.

Boyle's Law stated that the pressure of a gas is a function of its volume and its temperature. When a gas is heated in a balloon, it increases its volume and decreases its pressure. If the volume cannot change, the heat will cause the pressure to increase.

The steam engine basically took advantage of these facts. Energy, in the form of heat, could be changed into physical power. Energy could move things if controlled in the right way. Captured heat could be used for physical work. First, water was boiled to make steam. In this way, the water behaved like a gas. It could expand when heated. As the steam expanded
 , it moved into a tube called a cylinder. The bottom of the cylinder, called a piston, moved down as the gas expanded. The piston turned a metal arm which then could be used for all kinds of work.

The steam engine was used in textile mills, in farming, and in mining. It turned the great wheels of machines used for weaving. It was used to power machinery that separated cotton from the seed or grain from the stalk. The engine was used to pump water out of mines and lift coal and people up to the surface. Of course, it was used for the great trains that moved people and goods
 across continents.

The History of the Roller Coaster

The first roller coasters were created in Russia in the 17th century. However, they were not like modern ones. They were more like big sleds. People rode down steep ice slides. These sleds required very good navigation skills to slide down safely, and there were many accidents.

At the end of the 19th century, American railway companies introduced roller coasters. They
 set up amusement parks to make money on the weekends, when people rarely traveled. In 1884, the first real roller coaster appeared. It was a gravity-driven train. Passengers climbed flights of stairs to board the car. Then the car was pushed from the station to move down a hill and over a few bumps. At the bottom, passengers got out of the car and workers lifted the car to the second station.

During the early 20th century, there was great progress in roller coasters. Unlike previous coasters, the new ones employed
 mechanical tracks. The first was built in 1912. This was a great advance. It enabled people to enjoy greater speed and steeper hills but with much more safety than previous ones. Through the 1920s, many roller coasters were built, but after World War II, the number of roller coasters significantly decreased.

Disneyland, America's first theme park, opened in 1955. It opened a new era for amusement parks. Disney adopted the first tubular steel roller coaster in 1959. Before this, roller coasters always had been built on wooden frames. The steel track not only offered greater stability but also opened the door for loops and corkscrews.

Carnivorous Plants

Carnivorous plants usually grow in places where the soil is barren
 . These places include swamps or bogs. They require very humid conditions and lots of sun. But they must get their nutrients by eating small animals or insects. These plants have clever ways of trapping their prey.

Charles Darwin wrote the first well-known paper on carnivorous plants in 1875. He describes five kinds of traps. Pitfall traps catch insects in a rolled leaf that has a pool of bacteria at the bottom. Flypaper traps catch insects using a sticky liquid. Snap traps catch insects with rapid leaf movements. Bladder traps suck in insects with a bladder that creates a vacuum. Finally, lobster-pot traps use inward pointing hairs to force insects towards the center of the plant. They
 cannot go backwards.

The changing of carnivorous plants over time is hard to study. There are few fossil records. For the most part, only seeds or pollen exist. However, we can learn much from the structure of current traps. Pitfall traps have clearly evolved from rolled leaves. Flypaper traps also show a simple change from sticky, non-lethal leaves to the deadly kind.

The Venus Fly Trap is an interesting plant. There are three hairs in the middle of each leaf. The insect must touch two hairs quickly for the leaf to fold shut. Then the plant may eat.


Scientists have suggested that all these leaf types are mutations from a simple, hairy leaf.

The Sahara Desert is growing by 10km each year. The whole earth gets 600km2 of desert area more every year. This process is called "desertification." This term started being used in the1950s.

The idea of desertification was first known in the 1930s. Much of the Great Plains grew very dry as a result of drought and poor farming techniques. It was called the "Dust Bowl." The FDA

The FDA is the common name for the Food and Drug Administration. It is a government agency that makes consumer goods safe. It regulates
 food and the food supply. It also controls diet supplements. The FDA also makes sure that drugs and medical devices are safe and effective.

For drugs and medical machines to be approved, they must go through a lengthy process. There are many strict tests. First, anything that humans use must be tested on animals. This may take up to 6 years. Then, it must be tested with a few people. Testing on 15 to 20 people can last up to a year and a half. Third, a mid-sized group (100 to 500 people) is used. This often takes two years. Then a large group is tested over 3 years. Of 5,000 drugs discovered, only 5 enter trials. Of that, only one passes on to the market.


Food supplements
 like ginseng follow a different path. The FDA does not pre-test them as they do for drugs. The agency only controls these products if they are unsafe but are already being sold. Two exceptions are baby and medical food. Because those that use them are not strong, the FDA is more careful with these products.

Labeling is a major focus. A label must show what a product is for. For drugs, labels should say the name of the drug and what it is used for. It should also detail who should take it and list any side effects. It needs to detail directions for pregnant women, children, or old people. It also needs to detail safety information.

The FDA protects the public from harm. It achieves
 this through controls and labeling. It has standards for effectiveness in medical products. It also has standards for how information is shared.

Opportunity can be expressed in terms of choice. People come to the U.S. for just this. They feel they have more choices. But choices are limited. Opportunity is not as easy to get as expected.

The circumstances
 are bad, as the statistics will tell. Wages are one point of concern. First, women earn 81 cents for every dollar a man earns. The gap is wider between educated women and men. Second, wages have increased 27% for the rich. They have only increased 1% for the poor. White men have gained the most. The number of poor minority men is growing.

Organic Farming

The idea behind organic farming is to use no chemicals. Farmers must use natural means to make plants grow strong and protect them from insects. It is believed that without chemicals, these plants will make better food for humans. But the idea is bigger than that. Organic farming respects all plants and animals in the environment. This kind of farming should improve nature's health.

Fertilizers are chemicals that give plants strength. If a farmer grows the same plant over and over in the same place, the soil will lose its ability to feed the plant. The farmer must add fertilizer to help the soil. Organic farmers do not add fertilizer. They will rotate

These are the plants that farmers do not want because they
 steal growing space from the good plants. To stop weeds, organic farmers can scrape the soil several times. Eventually, the weeds will die.

Organic farming usually needs a lot of human labor to do the job of chemicals. This is one reason that organic food costs more. But when we think about the health of the earth, its plants, and its animals, perhaps it is worth it. In the end, a healthy planet means that we will be healthy, too.

The central belief is that competition makes for a stronger economy. The last way to improve trade is to help countries that are poor. They need help coming up to the level of modern countries. They can be helped by allowing them extra time to get their systems in order. They can be given priority in making deals with other countries.

The Solar System

The solar system is made up of the objects that move around our sun in a regular path. Things were not always this way. The sun and the objects that encircle
 it started out in a very different form.

It is believed that our solar system began as a large cloud of gas and dust. The cloud had a round shape and spun slowly. The spinning caused the gas and dust to flatten into a large disc. The mass of gas and dust at the center became the sun. The gas and dust were pulled together by gravity so that nuclear reactions started. Plate Tectonic Theory

Plate tectonics is a theory of geology. It explains how the surface of the earth moves. It states that the surface of the earth is made of floating plates that move.

The earth is made of several different layers. The top layer is solid but broken into about ten different plates. They are about one hundred kilometers thick. These plates float on top of the layer below, which is liquid. The heat of the lower layer forces the plates to move. As the plates move, they create earthquakes, volcanoes, mountains, and trenches in the ocean along their edges.


Plates can move in three different ways
 . They can move apart. This is called a divergent boundary. There are a few such places at the ocean floor. When plates move this way, the liquid in the earth's core moves up to fill in the space, called a rift. The rock closest to the rift is younger than the rock further away from it
 . Rifts usually spread about 2cm per year. A transform boundary happens when two plates move side to side. This happens a lot in California. The Pacific Plate rubs against the North American Plate for nearly 1,300km. They shift
 at 0.6cm per year. It forms the San Andreas Fault, which is responsible for many earthquakes. Convergent boundaries form when two plates move towards each other. Usually one plate goes below the other. When this happens, the top plate rises up. Mountains can form this way. The Himalaya Mountains were formed this way. It is one of the youngest mountain ranges in the world. The plate underneath India continues to move into the plate under Tibet. These great mountains rise about 5mm each year.

The White-tail and Black-tail Deer

Of all of North America's large animals, the most numerous is the white-tail deer. This species of deer is known by its habit of raising and flopping its tail over its back, revealing its white underside and buttocks. People often observe this telltale marking as the deer runs away from them. When the tail is down, it is brown with a white fringe. Varying with the seasons, the color of the white-tail deer is reddish in summer and grayish in winter. An adult male, known as a buck, grows to over a meter at shoulder height and weighs about 110 kilograms. Males grow antlers, which occasionally become entangled with those of another male, dooming each animal to a slow death.

Also known as the Virginia deer, the white-tail deer inhabits most of the continental United States as well as southern Canada, Mexico, Central America, and the northern countries of South America. It has also been introduced into northern Europe, especially in Finland.

White-tails are highly adaptable. Though they most often live in densely forested areas, they can also adapt
 to open savannas, such as the plains of Texas or the Venezuelan llanos. Mating season is in the fall, and bucks will attempt to copulate with as many females (called does) as possible. A
 oes give birth to one or two fawns in late spring. B
 A doe leaves her fawn alone for hours at a time, as its natural camouflage—a spotted coat and the absence of scent—makes it invisible to most predators. C
 The doe returns periodically to feed the fawn. D


With sufficient food and shelter, white-tail deer populations grow rapidly, sometimes too rapidly for a locality. They often become a nuisance
 to farmers, whose crops serve as food for the deer. Also, they frequently collide with automobiles as they bound across roadways, causing their own deaths and injury or death to human drivers. Regulated hunts are scheduled to thin out an excessive population. Indeed, deer hunting is a significant cultural ritual in many areas, where it even serves as an important boost to the local economy. The cutting down of forests to make way for commercial development has deprived many herds of their natural habitat, leading to their starvation or increased vulnerability to highway collisions
 .

The black-tail deer descended from its white-tail relative millions of years ago. Scientists believe that the white-tail deer migrated down the east coast of the North American continent, across Mexico, and up the California coast, where it ultimately evolved into the black-tail deer. Their common ancestry explains why the two species resemble each other, both in physical appearance and psychological traits. Indeed, the two are often hard to distinguish. Though the black-tail's tail is, of course, black, it shares the white-tail's habit of raising its tail, displaying some white coloring underneath. And the males of both species have similar antlers. But the black-tail is found only along the western edge of the continent, extending from British Columbia in Canada to southern California. Moreover, the black-tail is slightly smaller than its white-tailed cousin.

Until recently scientists believed that the black-tail deer was a subspecies of the mule deer. But DNA testing has proved that it
 is a separate species. The mule deer evolved into a distinct species from breeding with the white-tail and black-tail.

Experienced hunters report that the black-tail is the hardest deer species to hunt. One reason is that black-tails inhabit a much hotter climate, with daytime temperatures around 100 degrees Fahrenheit in the summer, during archery season in California. In that heat, black-tail bucks stay quiet during the day and move only under the protective cover of darkness. In the rainy season the black-tail will be active during the day, but few hunters want to venture out
 in bad weather. Black-tail hunting is further complicated by the fact that the hunting season in western states ends before the mating season, when many bucks are most active while searching for females. Thus they are most accessible at a time when hunting is not permitted.

Despite the relative difficulty of hunting black-tail deer, hunters eagerly seek them out, often successfully. In fact, California hosts about 200,000 deer hunters each year, reaping
 about $450,000 for its economy.

Ancient Cave Painting

Though pre-historic cave paintings have been extant since the Upper Paleolithic Era, from 40,000 to 10,000 BC, they were not rediscovered until 1879, in a cave in Spain. At first they were suspected of being a hoax
 . But their
 authenticity became accepted as cave art was found in other sites around the globe. Modern techniques of carbon dating have confirmed their ancient origin. Other impressive work has been located on the walls of caves in France, Italy, Africa, Australia, and Southeast Asia.

The 1879 find was the work of the Magdalenian people, so named after the nearby town of Magdalena, Spain. They lived from about 18,000 to 10,000 BC. Magdalenian art is distinctive, characterized by recurring themes and style. The most popular subjects were animals, especially bison, deer, horses, and the woolly mammoth, which is now extinct. Realistic human subjects were rare, limited to abstractions of human shapes. But recognizable human hands, which an artist might have included as his or her "signature,"can be seen.

Cave paintings remained hidden as long as they did because of two factors. First, artists chose to do their work deep inside the caves, where their stone-wall "canvases" were protected from the weather. These locales were often inaccessible to modern searchers for signs of ancient civilizations. Second, once a cave's art is detected and announced to a curious public, excavations
 are made that expose the work to both people and the elements, from which it
 ad been protected for thousands of years. Thus, a treasure trove of paintings identified in France during World War I disappeared within six months of becoming open to the public. Air conditioning can preserve some sites for viewing, but most are closed to tourists. Scholars must apply for access, and then they are permitted to study the artwork for only short periods.

Despite cave art's relative inaccessibility, scientists have managed to infer much about the methods and materials used by ancient artisans. The earliest works were finger drawings in soft clay on the surface of rock, which depicted animals' claw marks. Artists then adopted engraving methods, using stone tools to carve figures into rock walls. Using their own skill as well as specialized implements, artists could alter the tone, color, and depth of a scene.

The last technique to evolve was wall painting. Few colors were available, as the Paleolithic people were limited to what they found in nature. They manufactured their colors from various minerals and trees. For example, red was extracted from oxidized iron and white from mica. From burned wood they obtained carbon to make a black pigment.

Even with their primitive resources, the artists nonetheless showed ingenuity
 in mixing and applying colors. Nearly 200 color-producing mineral fragments have been found in barnacle shells, in which the pigments were mixed. One artist used a human skull to mix his colors. Cave water containing calcium was used as a mixing agent, and animal and vegetable oils bound the pigments. Though no paint brushes have survived, the finished works show telltale brush marks. Paint was sometimes sprayed onto surfaces covered by prepared stencils, with blow pipes serving as paint sprayers.

Painting was a profession. It was too difficult and expensive to be practiced by casual amateurs, who had to spend all their time hunting and inventing means of survival
 . One difficulty was illuminating
 the dark cave walls. Scientists theorize that ancient painters worked by torches fueled by animal fat. Another problem was the inaccessibility of some wall surfaces. Some scenes could only have been painted lying down in narrow openings, and others were so high from the floor as to have required elaborate scaffolding.

The locales chosen for painting offer anthropologists important clues about the lifestyles of the Upper Paleolithic people. Despite their popular label, they did not actually live inside caves. Cave walls served as their canvasses for the practical reason that open-air work quickly disappeared. So caves sheltered and preserved the art. They wanted the art to last, not simply for their own entertainment but also because of the cultural function it served. Art was the medium through which prehistoric civilizations passed on their history and honored their traditions and ancestry.

History of Time Zones

Time zones are necessary because of the rotation of the Earth as it revolves around the sun. Spinning around once every 24 hours, the Earth continuously moves each place on the planet toward the sun in the morning and away at night. As one traces the globe in a westerly direction, the sun reaches the overhead point—12:00 noon—at different times at each location. So one city's 12:00 noon would not be the same as that of a city just a hundred miles to the east, where the sun has already passed overhead.

This was not a problem in the pre-industrial age, before technology allowed rapid communication across long distances. Timekeeping was a local phenomenon. Each town would set its clocks so that 12:00 noon was when the sun reached its zenith in that particular place. One who traveled to another city would have to change his pocket watch to reflect the new local time.

In the nineteenth century, railroads were laid, and telegraph communications became widespread. For the first time, people could traverse many miles each day, and they could conduct cross-country business by telegram. The old system of irregular time keeping made commerce and communication difficult and confusing. Uniform train schedules were impossible, as each stop observed a different local time. Each railroad company used its own standard time, usually the time of its corporate headquarters or of an important stop. Some train stations had separate clocks for each railroad using that station. A traveler stopping in a major city, for example, might see six clocks on the wall of the train platform, each displaying a different time. Efficient operation of railroads demanded that time be standardized.

In 1878 a solution was proposed by a Canadian railway engineer, Sir Sandford Fleming. He suggested that the globe be marked by time zones separated by Earth's lines of longitude. Each zone should be 15 degrees wide, he calculated, so that Earth's 360 degrees would be sectioned into 24 zones of 15 degrees each. By this system, the rotation of the planet would move each zone 15 degrees, or one twenty-fourth of the globe, in one hour.

American railroads began using Fleming's system in 1883. But efficient use worldwide required that a beginning line of longitude be designated as a base line for measuring a day. In 1884, an international gathering, the International Prime Meridian Conference, met for that purpose in Washington, D.C. It chose the longitude line passing through Greenwich, England as the "Prime Meridian," or the line of zero longitude. The time at this longitude is known as Greenwich Mean Time, or GMT. Each of the longitude lines runs from the North Pole to the South Pole, perpendicular to the Equator. While the longitude lines are straight in theory, in practice many have been bent to accommodate the needs of local populations.

Not all countries adopted the system right away. Most of the United States did not do so until 1895, and it was not mandated by Congress until 1918 with the Standard Time Act. Even today, some countries depart from its uniformity. Israel begins its day at 6:00 PM instead of at 12:00 AM. While China should have 5 time zones, in fact its government has chosen to have just one zone for the whole country. Some other countries employ half-hour time zones.

Another common manipulation of time zones is Daylight Saving Time, also called Summer Time in some countries. Those countries move their clocks ahead one hour in the spring and maintain that system until fall, giving an extra hour of daylight at the end of a working day. The main purpose is energy conservation. If darkness arrives an hour later, that equates to one less hour that consumers are awake to consume electricity. Another benefit is to lengthen the time that people can be outside during the warmer months.

Because GMT is based on the rate of the earth's rotation, which is not constant, it is subject to slight inaccuracy over time. Accordingly, in 1972 GMT was synchronized with super-accurate atomic clocks, which incorporate "leap seconds" that account for variations in planetary rotation. This new system is called Coordinated Universal Time, or UTC.

希腊是南欧的一个魅力国家。在古时候，它也被称作“Hellas”。希腊被认为是欧洲文明的诞生地，其文化对欧洲和中东具有深远的影响。

希腊的历史可以追溯到几千年前。希腊文化始于公元前3000年的克里特。希腊文化的黄金时代从公元前600年持续到公元前400年。许多著名的思想家，如苏格拉底和柏拉图，都生活在这个时代。希腊具有强大的实力，它的殖民地遍及地中海周围，包括法国南部、西班牙、北非和意大利。

从公元前500年到公元前336年，希腊由三百多个小的城邦构成。雅典和斯巴达是其中最强大的两个。他们的政府非常相似，但是生活方式却大不相同。斯巴达热衷于战争但却乐于独善其身，而雅典关注艺术和教育却想要统治这个国家。当然，这导致了多场战争，特别是对斯巴达的战争。而最终，斯巴达在战争中取得了胜利。

此后，罗马军队和希腊军队常常发生战争。在公元前146年，罗马人入侵了希腊。这使得希腊人改变了罗马的生活。希腊人影响了罗马的艺术和思想。这种文化的融合最终形成了欧洲文化的基础。当罗马人占领整个欧洲时，他们也将希腊文化带到那里。一千年后，希腊思想再次在欧洲复兴。这是一个艺术家和思想家研究希腊和罗马思想的时机，其主题涉及建筑，还有文学和艺术。政治学也在研究的范围之中。“民主”这个名词就来自希腊语，它意味着人民的权力。今天，绝大多数欧洲国家是民主制。这一强大的政治体制就源自希腊。

欧元:统一的货币

在欧洲，欧元极具争议性。所有欧洲国家都要使用同一种货币吗？统一货币是统一文化的象征。许多欧洲人并不赞同这一点。他们关注的是国家特征的丧失。他们也担心一个国家的经济会影响另一个国家。意大利的通货膨胀是否会影响法国的经济呢？

在1999年，十二个欧洲国家联合在欧元这面旗帜下。这个联合给普通百姓和企业带来了益处。当百姓在欧元通用区域中旅行时，他们不需要再兑换货币了。他们能够更容易地对比价格，而且不用担心汇率。统一货币促进了商业贸易的增长，在欧洲单一市场的形成方面也扮演了重要的角色。依此，欧洲得以与美国和亚洲竞争。

欧元由欧洲中央银行统一管理。欧洲中央银行发行纸币和硬币。所有的纸币都采取同一种设计，而不考虑国别差异，只是在纸币的一面上印有国家代码。每一枚硬币有一面是一致的，而另一面则体现出各国的特点。体现各国特点的一面由每一个成员国用一个表示国家特征的符号进行设计。这些设计依据公众调查来选定。

欧元在2002年1月1日开始使用。比利时、德国、希腊、意大利、西班牙、法国、爱尔兰、卢森堡、荷兰、奥地利、葡萄牙和芬兰批准了该统一货币的使用。英格兰选择冷眼旁观。现在，欧元是三亿欧洲人每天生活的一部分。他们的联合使他们有足够的经济实力与更大的国家展开竞争。

著作权

著作权是一种控制思想使用的方式。他人的思想不能被随意使用。印刷、拷贝、贩卖或发行他人作品是非法的。改编、翻译、录像或表演一个作者作品的任何一部分都是不可以的。这样做需要得到许可。而且，拷贝和粘贴其他人的电子邮件信息也是非法的。没有授权的拷贝等同于犯罪。

著作权涉及的不仅仅是思想，也涉及事物的表达方式。著作权存在于广泛的创造性工作中，包括书面作品、设计和音乐，也包括绘画、照片和电视广播。著作权在作品中用?訫这个符号来表达。然而，即使没有任何符号标记，作品从完成创作之日起就受到法律保护。

《安妮法案》是最早的知识产权法。英国在1710年通过该法案。在此之前，创造的权力被少数人和行会所掌握。这一法案适用于全体公民，而非少数人。该法案保护的是作品的作者，而非行会。同时，该法案也为著作权限定了时间。个人享有独有权的时间是21年。

毫无疑问，著作权在创造中扮演了重要角色。如果作家能够掌控自己的作品，他们会感到安全并创造更多作品。对绝大多数创作者来说，作品和作品的法律权利同等重要。这种法律保护有助于经济、文化和社会的发展。

罗马式建筑

“罗马式”这个词指的是欧洲11世纪和12世纪的建筑时期。这一时期的建筑样式和材料与古罗马非常相似。罗马式意味着“用罗马人的方式”。在11世纪以前，人们忙于战争，经常没有足够的食物。人们没有时间和精力来建造巨大而漂亮的房子。大约在975年，欧洲社会逐渐稳定下来。到1050年，国王们开始命令建造大的石头建筑。

罗马式建筑的主要成就是拱状的石头建筑。弯曲的屋顶取代了木屋顶。木头很容易着火。拱状的石头为建筑工匠提出了难题。什么样的形状有效呢？石头的重量如何被支撑呢？

建筑工匠发明了一些解决方法，包括圆形屋顶和圆尖头。为了支撑沉重的石头，工匠们使用了厚墙和墩。为了保持墙的支撑力，窗户不得不被设计得很小。这使得教堂里面比较暗。这种情况直到几个世纪后哥特式设计被广泛采用才得以改变。

罗马式建筑是从罗马时代起第一个流行于欧洲的建筑风格。这一风格的广泛传播主要是因为那个时期的人旅行主要是出于宗教目的。他们会看到大的建筑并将建筑方法带回家。罗马式建筑在法国、英国、意大利、德国和西班牙北部到处可见。

热力学

热力学对于我们了解科学是非常必要的。“热力学”这个词在1894年由凯尔文爵士提出。这个词来自于拉丁文，意思是“热的力量”。这个理论陈述了四个法则，其中的两个表述如下:

当能量移动的时候，我们能够感觉到。第一法则表示一个系统中的所有能量都可以被解释。当移动时，能量一定会发生转移。能量不能被创造也不能被摧毁。它只是在移动。一个例子是一只普通白炽电灯泡和一只普通荧光灯泡的差异。荧光灯炮的使用效能更高，因为能量被保留在灯泡中并创造光。而在一只普通白炽灯泡中，一些能量被用来产生光，但是很多能量都转化为热的形式了。

第二法则表示热能的差异最终会平衡。当冰块融化时，水会升到与房间等温；当河水凉下来的时候，空气也会相对凉下来。这种平衡的程度称为熵。所有的能量差异均通过一定时间来达到平衡。

蒸汽机

蒸汽机是人类的一项伟大进步。它使得现代工业成为可能。突然，需要几百人来做的工作用一部机器就可以代替了。“工作”被一种叫“能量”的新肌肉来完成。这依赖于热力学的基本理论，特别是波义耳定律。

波义耳定律认为气压是其体积和温度的变量。当气球中的气体被加热时，其体积增加，压力减小。如果体积不变，则热量会导致压力增加。

蒸汽机基本上就是利用了这些事实。能量，以热的形式，可以被转化成物理力量。如果控制得当，能量可以被用来移动物体。存储下来的热能可以被用来做物理工作。首先，水被加热到产生蒸汽。以此方式，水可以如气体一般，加热时可以膨胀。随着膨胀，蒸汽进入像管子一样的汽缸。汽缸底部的活塞随着气体膨胀而逐渐下降。然后，活塞推动金属手臂，进而进行各项操作。

在纺织厂、农场和矿山，蒸汽机被广泛使用。蒸汽机带动用来纺织的巨大机器转轮，还可以为将棉花与籽或谷粒与梗分开的机器提供动力。蒸汽机也用来将水排出矿坑，并将人和煤提升到地表。当然，蒸汽机也用于将货物和人运载到各个大陆的火车。

过山车的历史

第一架过山车在17世纪始创于俄国。然而，它与现代的过山车差异还很大。早期过山车更像是大雪橇。人们坐着它从陡峭的冰坡上滑下。这些雪橇需要很好的操控技术才能安全滑下，而且出过很多事故。

在19世纪末，美国的铁路公司引进了过山车。当人们还很少出游时，他们建立了游乐园在周末赚钱。在1884年，第一架真正意义上的过山车出现了。它是一部重力驱动的火车。乘客爬几段楼梯进入车厢。接着，过山车被推出车站顺山而下，途中经历几个颠簸。在山下，乘客走出车厢，工人们将车厢抬到第二站。

在20世纪初，过山车有了巨大的进步。与之前不同，新的过山车采用了机械轨道。第一座过山车轨道建于1912年。这是一个伟大的跨越。它使人们能够体验更快的速度和更陡峭的山脉，而其安全性较以往有很大提高。在20世纪20年代，人们又建造了很多过山车，但是在第二次世界大战后，过山车的数量锐减。

1955年，美国第一个主题公园迪士尼公园成立了。它开创了游乐园的新时代。1955年，迪士尼采用了管状钢轨过山车。在此之前，过山车总是被建在木头框架上。钢轨不仅仅提供了更好的稳定性，同时也打开了翻转和螺旋车道的大门。

食肉植物

食肉植物通常生长在土壤非常贫瘠的地方，包括沼泽和湿地。这些植物需要潮湿的环境和充足的光照。但是它们必须通过吃小动物或昆虫来获得养分。这些植物捕获猎物的方法十分高明。

1875年，查尔斯·达尔文写下了第一篇关于食肉植物的著名论文。他描述了五种陷阱。掉落式陷阱用一个底部有细菌的卷曲的叶子来捕捉昆虫；捕蝇纸陷阱使用的是一种黏稠的液体；突击陷阱利用快速的叶片运动；口袋陷阱用一个类似真空的口袋将昆虫吸入；最后一种方法是利用植物内部向内生长的尖刺，这种尖刺迫使昆虫只能向内行走，而无法后退。

食肉植物的发展是很难研究的，而且鲜有化石记录。绝大多数现存的化石都只是种子和花粉的化石。然而，通过当前陷阱的结构，我们能够学到很多。掉落式陷阱非常明显是从卷曲的叶子演化而来的；捕蝇纸陷阱也是通过简单的演化从有黏性但不致命的叶子变成现在的致命武器。

捕蝇草是一种有趣的植物。每片叶子的中间都有三根毛发。在被昆虫触及到两根毛发后，叶子快速收拢。接下来，植物就可以享用美食了。

科学家认为所有这些叶子种类都是从简单的、有毛发的叶子变异而来的。植物可以通过收集雨水来滋生细菌。落在叶子上的昆虫会被水裹住。在昆虫窒息时，细菌开始腐化昆虫并将养分传送到植物体。现在已知的食肉植物大约有五百种。

沙漠化

撒哈拉沙漠每年以10公里的速度扩大。每年全球的沙漠增长60平方公里。这一进程被称为“沙漠化”。这一名词在20世纪50年代开始使用。

在20世纪30年代，沙漠化这一概念首次被提出。由于干旱和落后的农业技术，许多大平原地区变得非常干旱。这被称为“沙窝”。数百万人被迫放弃他们的庄稼和生活。从那时起，大平原地区的农业耕作得到了很大提高。这使得“沙窝”这个灾难不会再次发生。

放牧是一件让人担心的事。牛群对土壤的影响有两方面：首先是牛群将吃掉用来固沙的草和植物；其次，它们的蹄子也会破坏土壤的表层。结果是好的土壤被风刮走，而留下的灰土不适合植物生长。

一些人认为干旱是沙漠化的原因，而事实上，沙漠化是由人导致的。它已经成为全球最严重的问题之一。旱灾在干旱和半干旱地区比较普遍。在雨水丰沛时，养护良好的土壤可以恢复生机。人类活动对于自然的影响是问题的关键。几年前，在西非，持续五年的旱灾由于落后的土地管理而变得更加严重。这直接导致了十万人和一千两百万头牲畜的死亡。

沙漠化是政治中的常见问题。对此，我们还有许多不了解的地方。沙漠化是一个复杂的退化过程。为了加深对该问题的了解，还需要进行更多的研究。

美国食品及药物管理局

FDA是美国食品及药物管理局的简称。这是一个保证消费者商品安全的政府机构。该机构管理食品和食品供应。同时，它也控制食品增补剂。食品及药物管理局也要保证药品和医疗设备的安全和效用。

药品和医疗设备要获得批准，一定要经历一个较长的过程。这一过程中有许多严格的测试。首先，适用于人的药物一定要先在动物身上试验，这一阶段要经过六年的时间。接下来，要有一些人试用。在15到20个人身上的试验要持续一年半。第三阶段，一个中型人群（100到500人）需要接受试验，这需要大约两年的时间。再接下来，一个更大的人群要接受超过三年的试验。在接受测试的5000种药品中，只有5种能够进入预选阶段；在这之中，只有1种被投放到市场。

食品增补剂，如人参，一般遵循不同的流程。食品及药物管理局不会进行如同药品一样的前期试验。他们只负责控制已经开始出售但不安全的产品。婴儿食品和医疗食品是两个例外。食用这些东西的人都不是很强壮，所以药管局对这些产品非常小心。

标签是一个重心。标签一定要标明商品的用途。对药品来说，标签应该包含药品名称和用途，还应详细标明该产品的使用人群和副作用。同时，标签上要对孕妇、儿童和老人使用该药物做详细的说明，还要写有详细的有关安全使用的信息。

食品及药物管理局保护公众免受伤害。该机构通过控制和标签来实现这个目的。它制定医疗产品的效果标准和信息共享的标准。

被剥夺的机会

机会可以表现为选择。人们到美国来就是因为如此。他们感觉有更多的选择。但是选择是有限的，机会没有想象的那么容易得到。

正如统计数字表明的，情况并不乐观。工资是一个关注的重点。女性每挣八十一美分，男性就挣到一美金。这种差异在受教育的男性和女性之间更大。第二，富人的工资增加了百分之二十七，而穷人的工资仅仅增加了百分之一。白人获得的最多。贫穷的少数族裔男性的数量正在增加。

埃兹拉·庞德是一个著名的美国诗人。他在美国长大，但却在欧洲旅居多年。他受视觉艺术家和中国古典诗歌影响很大。他的诗歌复杂而精细。他在伦敦住了一些年，并遇到了他心目中的英雄——威廉·巴特勒·叶芝。他们一起进行诗歌的创作，彼此之间的影响也很大。庞德也与詹姆斯·乔伊斯和艾略特一起工作过。在第一次世界大战后，他搬到了意大利。他认为在那个时候，意大利是良好的、有道德感的社会。那里没有遭到资本主义的破坏。在第二次世界大战期间，他被美国人逮捕。他们说他犯有叛国罪，并将他送进了监狱。在监狱服刑的十二年中，他创作出了一批极其美妙的诗歌，这些诗歌表现了他对于周围生活的理解。

有机农业

有机农业背后的理念是不使用任何化肥。农民一定要使用天然的方式来促进植物茁壮成长，并保护植物免受害虫的破坏。有人认为，没有化肥，这些植物将成为人类更好的食物。但是这个理念并非如此简单。有机农业关注环境中所有的作物和昆虫，旨在提升自然的健康状态。

化肥是促进农作物生长的化学物质。如果农民在一个地方一遍一遍地种植同一种农作物，土壤将会失去为农作物提供所需养分的能力。农民必须给土地施肥以达到这个目的。有机农业的农民不添加任何化肥。他们将采用轮作技术，并使用动物粪便和从分解到土壤中的植物成分做的植物堆肥使土壤变得肥沃。这样农作物生长所需要的所有养分就都能够满足了。

杀虫剂的使用也应尽量避免。杀虫剂是杀死害虫和有害动物的化学物质。有机农业的农民有其他方式来解决害虫问题，因为杀虫剂也会杀死对农作物有益的昆虫和动物。狐狸和蛇吃老鼠。一些昆虫，如瓢虫，会吃掉害虫。当然，还有杂草的问题。杂草是农民们不需要的，因为它们会抢夺农作物的生长空间。为了除去杂草，有机农业的农民可以多挖几次土壤，最终，杂草就会死掉了。

有机农业通常需要许多人力来达到施化肥起到的作用。这就是有机食品的价格更高一些的一个原因。但是，当我们考虑到土地、农作物和动物的健康的时候，这一切也许就物有所值了。一个健康的地球最终也意味着我们的健康。

世贸组织

世界贸易组织（简称世贸组织）有149个成员国。他们的目的是促进贸易。贸易意味着商品的买卖。世贸组织为这些国家提供了一个能够讨论所需商品的地方，它的目标是通过克服国家间的法律壁垒来促进贸易增长。

世贸组织在几个方面推进贸易发展。首先，它要求各成员国平等相待。各成员国不得为某一个国家提供特殊贸易交易而拒绝别国享有同等待遇。同时，成员国也不得阻止来自另一国的进口商品。这个理念就是商品和服务应该能够轻易地穿越国界。第二个促进贸易的方式是降低关税。关税是对买卖货物所征收的特别费用。第三种加强贸易的方式是保证规则不变。为了促进投资，有必要使投资者感到未来操作的安全。第四种方式是允许国家间更大程度上的竞争。其核心理念是竞争可以促进经济的发展。最后一种推动贸易的方法是帮助贫困国家。贫困国家需要帮助才能达到现代国家的水平。这可以通过给予他们更多的时间调整各项体制来实现。在与别国进行贸易时，他们应被给予优先权。

世贸组织的目标是自由和便捷的贸易。该组织支持富国，并帮助穷国前进。这是改善更多人生活状况的一个方法。它要求成员国制定法律来推进这一进程。每年，越来越多的国家申请加入世贸组织，他们认为这是一件好事。

尽管有上述疑虑，1803年，这项收购还是将美国的土地扩大了一倍。然而，在最开始，杰斐逊总统和其他美国人对这片土地可以说是一无所知。他们不知道那里有什么可以使用的资源，但他们很快就会知道那里资源丰富。大片的土地可以用来进行农业生产。在地下有丰富的矿藏。最重要的是，那里的巨大河流可以促进经济的增长。总统派出了以刘易斯和克拉克为首的考察队来探索这片土地。考察队在二十八个月中行进超过八千英里。考察队绘制了很多地图，并记录了很多笔记。这些信息被用来计划美利坚合众国的未来。

马里亚纳海沟是地球上最深的地方。它长542公里，宽69公里，深度为11033米。即使是将地球上最高的山放在里面也无法触及其最高点，要达到顶峰还有大约2公里的水深。

海沟的底部与表面不同。深处的压力是表面的一千倍。没有潜水艇，人无法到达。人类无法相信在这种条件下会有任何生命存在。但事实上，海沟的底部确实存在鱼和虾。

海沟底部的水不会被阳光加热，其不结冻的原因是深切入地壳的裂缝，从中散发出的热量达到300摄氏度。在表面，水比较清澈。在深处，水中到处都是动物的骨骸碎片和皮肤，还有细菌。这种混合形成了一个厚厚的混层。

太阳系

太阳系是由按照一定规律围绕太阳轨道运行的天体构成的。但情况并非总是如此。在最初，太阳与围绕它运动的天体以一种非常不同的形式运动。

人们认为太阳系最初是一个由气体和尘埃形成的巨大云层。云层呈圆形并缓慢旋转。旋转使气体和尘埃平摊成一个大盘。中心的气体和尘埃形成了太阳。气体和尘埃被重力牵引到一起，进一步开始了核反应。外部的气体和尘埃运动缓慢，它们逐渐在某处聚合。最终，当一定体积的物质聚集在一起后，便形成了行星。

太阳系中存在许多不同的天体。当然，也有行星。每一颗行星都与众不同。一些行星由岩石或金属物质构成，比如水星、金星、地球和火星。其他的行星更像是气体和冰，如木星、土星和其他一些行星。行星都有卫星，有的还有不止一个。

太阳系有一个主要的小行星带。小行星基本上是一块岩石，最大的直径大约10公里。大量的岩石在火星和木星之间围绕太阳运动。有时小行星相互撞击，逐渐靠近地球。在靠近的过程中，它们会被加热，燃烧。于是我们就看到了流星。

最后，还有冰和气体形成的彗星。它们以不规则的路径围绕太阳运动。当靠近太阳时，它们开始融化并形成一条尾巴。在远离太阳的寒冷宇宙中，它们始终是冰冻的固体。

板块构造学说

板块构造学说是一个地质学理论。该理论解释了地球表面是如何运动的。它表明地球表面是由可移动的漂浮板块构成的。

地球是由不同的层次构成的。最上面的一层是坚固的，但是分裂成十个左右不同的板块。它们大约有100公里厚。这些板块在地表漂移，下面是水。下层的高温推动板块移动。随着板块的移动，地震、火山、山脉和沿板块边缘存在于海底的海沟就形成了。

板块可以以三种不同形式移动。它们可以分散移动，这被称为发散边界。在海床上有一些这样的地方。当板块以此方式移动时，地心的液体上涌填入被称为裂缝的空隙。裂缝附近的岩石比远处的岩石年轻，大约每年向外发展2厘米。转换边界在两个板块并行运动时形成。这在美国加州非常常见。太平洋板块和北美板块之间的摩擦处大约有1300公里。它们每年移动0.6厘米，形成了圣安德烈亚斯断层，这个断层导致了很多地震的发生。当两个板块相对移动时，汇聚边界便形成了。通常，一个板块滑到另一个板块下。在这种情况下，上层的板块升起，山脉因此形成。喜马拉雅山脉就是这样形成的，它是全世界最年轻的山脉之一。在印度下面的板块不断滑入西藏下面的板块。这些高大的山脉每年上升大约5毫米。

白尾鹿和黑尾鹿

在所有北美洲的大型动物中，数量最多的当属白尾鹿。这个鹿种的习惯是提尾，并用尾巴拍打后背，露出白色的下腹和臀部。在它们跑开时，人们经常可以看到这种标志性动作。尾巴放下时呈棕色，但带有一个白边。随着季节的变化，白尾鹿的颜色在夏季变成微红，而在冬季变成微灰。一头成年雄鹿一般能长到肩高1米以上，体重超过110公斤。雄性有鹿角，偶尔会和其他雄鹿的角缠在一起，这使得双方只能等死。

白尾鹿也被称为弗吉尼亚鹿，居住在美国的绝大多数大陆地区，同时也存在于加拿大南部、墨西哥、中美洲以及南美洲的北部国家。而且，它们还被引入北欧，特别是芬兰。

白尾鹿的适应能力非常强。虽然绝大多数情况下住在密林地区，但它们也能够适应热带（或亚热带）稀树大草原的气候，比如得克萨斯的平原或委内瑞拉的大草原等地区。白尾鹿的交配季节是在秋季，雄鹿会与尽可能多的雌鹿交配。在晚春时节，雌鹿就会产下一或两头小鹿。雌鹿有时会离开它的小鹿几个小时，因为小鹿的天然伪装——有斑点的外皮和没有任何的体味——使得绝大多数捕食者无法发现它们。母鹿会阶段性地返回来哺育小鹿。

有了充足的食物和庇护，白尾鹿的数量迅速增加，这种增长有时会超出地区的承受能力。以农作物为食的它们常常给农民惹麻烦。同时，它们也常常在跳跃地穿越公路时与汽车相撞，致使自身死亡以及汽车驾驶员受伤或死亡。为了控制白尾鹿的数量，人们定期组织狩猎。事实上，猎鹿在许多地区都是一种重要的文化仪式，在一些地区猎鹿甚至有提升地方经济的重要作用。为了经济发展而砍伐森林的行为剥夺了许多鹿群的天然聚居地，这导致鹿群的饥饿，增加了高速公路交通事故的可能性。

黑尾鹿是几百万年前由白尾鹿演变而来的。科学家认为白尾鹿从北美大陆的东海岸穿越墨西哥到达加利福尼亚海岸的北部，最终它们在那里进化成了黑尾鹿。它们共同的祖先揭示了为什么两个物种在外在特征和心理特点上非常相似。确实，两种鹿常常很难辨别。虽然黑尾鹿的尾巴是黑的，但它们与白尾鹿的习性相同，喜欢翘起尾巴，露出白色的下腹。而且，两个种类的雄鹿有相似的鹿角。但是黑尾鹿只存在于美洲大陆西岸沿线——从加拿大的英属哥伦比亚到加利福尼亚南部。此外，黑尾鹿比它们的亲戚白尾鹿要小一些。

直到最近，科学家们相信黑尾鹿是长耳鹿的一个亚种。但是DNA测试证明两者没有什么联系。长耳鹿是通过与白尾鹿和黑尾鹿交配而进化出来的一个不同的物种。

有经验的猎手说黑尾鹿是最难捕获的。其中的一个原因是黑尾鹿居住在更炎热的气候环境中，在夏天，白天气温高达华氏100度，而这时正是加州的射箭季节。在这种温度下，黑尾雄鹿在白天很少活动，而只在夜色的保护下出没。雨季，黑尾鹿在白天非常活跃，但是没有猎人愿意在恶劣的天气中外出冒险。西部各州的捕猎季节在雄鹿活跃地寻找雌鹿的交配季节之前结束，因此，对黑尾鹿的猎捕就变得更加困难。所以，它们在很难进行捕猎的时节反倒更容易见到。

尽管猎捕黑尾鹿相对困难，但猎人还是能够成功捕捉到它们。事实上，加州每年大约有20万捕鹿猎手，这为当地经济贡献了45万美元的收入。

古代洞穴壁画

史前洞穴壁画始于公元前四万年到公元前一万年的旧石器时代晚期，但直到1879年，它们才在西班牙的一个洞穴中被再次发现。最初，它们被怀疑是一个骗局。但是其真实性随着洞穴艺术在全球其他地区被发现而得以证明。现代的碳测年技术已经证明了它们起源于远古。在法国、意大利、非洲、澳大利亚和东南亚的洞穴墙壁上同样发现了让人印象深刻的画作。

1879年的发现是马格德林时期的作品，这个时期以附近的西班牙小镇马格德林命名。这里的人们生活在公元前一万八千年到公元前一万年。马格德林时期的艺术非常有特色，以不断重复的主题和风格为特点。最流行的主题是动物，特别是野牛、鹿、马和已经灭绝的猛犸象。现实的人类主题很少见，仅限于人体的抽象表达。但是，起到艺术家“签名”作用的手的形象还是偶尔出现在画作之中。

洞穴壁画始终被掩藏有两个原因。首先，画家选择在洞穴深处进行绘画，而洞穴深处的石墙“画布”可以免遭天气侵蚀。这些地方对于寻找古代文明印记的现代寻访者来说是不容易发现的。第二，一旦一个洞穴的壁画被发现且被好奇的公众知晓，发掘工作就会展开，将这些被保护了几千年的画作公之于众。因此，一批在第一次世界大战期间在法国被发现的宝贵壁画在对大众开放六个月后就消失了。空调可以保护一些用于参观的壁画遗址，但是绝大多数都不对旅游者开放。学者们需要申请才能与壁画近距离接触，而且研究的时间非常有限。

尽管洞穴壁画的信息难以获取，但科学家还是得以推测出古代画家所使用的方法和颜料。最早的画作是在岩石表面的软粘土上的手指画，主要用来描绘动物的爪痕。后来，画家们使用了雕刻的方法，用石质工具在石墙上刻画。将自身的绘画技巧和专门的工具结合，画家们可以改变一个场景的色调、颜色和深度。

最后得以发展的技术是墙壁绘画。当时使用的颜色很少，因为石器时代的人只能在自然环境中寻找材料。他们使用各种各样的矿物和树木来生产颜料。例如，红色是从氧化铁中提取的，而白色是从云母中提取的。他们还从烧过的树木中获取碳来制作黑色颜料。

即使是靠如此原始的手段，画家们也表现出了混合和使用色彩的天赋。人们已经在藤壶壳中发现了近两百种制造颜色的矿物碎片，这些颜色都是混合而成的。一个画家使用人的颅骨来混合颜料。洞穴中含钙的水被用来调配色彩，而动物和植物油被用来粘合颜色。虽然没有发现画笔，但完成的画作有明显的画笔印记。有时，他们将吹管作为喷绘画作的主要工具，将颜料喷到蜡板覆盖的墙壁表面。

绘画是一种职业。对于那些要用大量时间打猎并寻找生存方式的业余绘画者来说，绘画是困难而且昂贵的。其中的一个难题是如何照亮黑暗的洞穴墙壁。科学家认为古代画家是将动物油脂制成火把照明的。另一个问题是一些洞穴墙壁难以触及。有些地方非常狭窄，只有躺着才能作画；还有一些很高的地方则需要特别的脚手架。

当地人绘画的场所为人类学家研究旧石器时代晚期人们的生活方式提供了重要线索。虽然洞穴绘画是他们的一个标志，但古代绘画者们并不住在洞穴中。他们将洞穴的墙壁作为画板是因为露天的画作很容易消失，而洞穴保护了画作。他们想要画作永远流传下去，并不仅仅因为供自己娱乐之用，还因为画作有重要的文化功能。画作是史前文明传承历史并对传统和祖先表示敬意的媒介。

时区的历史

地球在围绕太阳公转时也发生自转，所以时区的划分显得尤为必要。地球每转一周需要二十四小时，其受太阳照射的地区形成白昼，其他地区形成黑夜，如此反复。如果人们向西方不断行进，在每一个地区，太阳到达最高点——即正午十二点——的时间都不一样。因此，一个城市是正午十二点，而仅仅向东一百英里的另一个城市由于太阳已经移过最高点而处于不同的时间。

在科技使得长距离即时交流成为可能之前的前工业时代，这并不是问题。计时仅仅是地方现象。每一个城市都自行设定钟表，因此正午十二点就是太阳在某处到达最高点的时间。一个到其他城市的旅行者必须调整自己的钟表以适应当地的时间。

19世纪，铁路开始铺设，电报通讯也开始发展。在整个历史上，人类得以第一次一天内穿越数英里，并通过电报进行跨国贸易。旧的不规律时间体系使商业和通讯变得非常困难和混乱。由于车站遵循不同的时间，所以无法制订统一的火车时刻表。每一个铁路公司都使用自己的时间标准，常常是公司总部或一个重要站点的时间。有的火车站有其站内每一条铁路使用的显示不同时间的钟表。例如，到达一个主要城市的旅行者会看到车站墙上挂有六个钟表，分别显示不同的时间。铁路的有效运营需要时间的标准化。

1878年，加拿大铁路工程师斯坦福·弗莱明爵士提出了一个解决方法。他提议根据地球的经线将地球划分为不同的时区，每一个时区的宽度是十五度。按照他的计算，地球的三百六十度就可以被划分为以十五度为单位的二十四个分区。依此划分体系，地球每旋转一个十五度或地球的二十四分之一就是一个小时。

美国铁路在1883年使用了弗莱明的体系，但要想在全球有效使用该体系还需要指定一条经线作为基准。1884年，一个为了这一目的而召开的国际子午线会议在华盛顿特区举行，最终决定将穿越英国格林威治的经线确定为“本初子午线”或零度经线。在这条经线上的时间被称为格林威治时间，简称GMT。每条经线都是从北极穿至南极，与赤道垂直。虽然在理论上经线是直的，但实际上许多都呈曲线以满足当地人民的需要。

并不是所有的国家都立即采用了这一体系。美国的绝大部分地区直到1895年才采用这一体系，并且直到1918年国会才通过《标准时间法案》。即使是今天，有些国家也并不完全依照这一标准。以色列一天的开始是在下午六点而不是中午十二点。虽然中国应该有五个时区，但事实上，政府规定全国统一使用一个时区。还有一些国家则采用半小时时区制。

另一种通行的时区管理方法是日光节能时制，在一些国家也被称为夏令时。这些国家在春天时将钟表调快一小时并一直持续到秋季，将工作日的白天增加了一个小时，主要目的是节能。如果黑夜晚一个小时到达，那就意味着人们会少消耗一个小时的电能。另一个好处是人们可以利用延长的时间在温暖的月份到外面活动。

格林威治时间依据地球自转的速度，而地球转速并不守恒，因此随着时间的推移，时间标准会有误差。因此，在1972年，格林威治时间与超级精准的原子钟同步，使用“闰秒”这一概念，解决了时间与地球转动一致的问题。这一新的计时体系被称为“协调世界时”，简称UTC。
