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前言

随着中国改革开放的逐步深化，经济发展速度的日益加快，社会对科学技术、文化教育的需求不断向高层次迈进，我国对硕士研究生等高层次人才的需求越来越大，这方面的教育也在稳步发展，规模不断扩大、层次逐步齐全、教学质量不断提高、测试更加规范化，考生人数也迅猛增加。同等学力人员申请硕士学位考试是国家选拔高层次、高水平人才的考试，重点考查考生的综合能力。参加该考试的学生一方面应该具备坚实的专业理论基础和扎实的科研能力，另一方面还应该具备较高水平的外语能力。

同等学力人员申请硕士学位考试重点考查考生的口语交际、阅读、写作和翻译的能力（由于技术上的原因，本考试暂时取消听力测试，口语交际的测试采用书面形式进行。考生听力能力的测试由各院校在考生入学后的学习期间进行）。根据《中华人民共和国学位条例》的规定，具有研究生毕业同等学力的人员，都可以按照《国务院学位委员会关于授予具有研究生毕业同等学力人员硕士、博士学位的规定》的要求与办法，向学位授予单位提出申请。申请人通过了学位授予单位及国家组织的全部考试、并通过了学位论文答辩后，经审查达到了硕士学位学术水平者，可以获得硕士学位。

在同等学力人员申请硕士学位考试竞争日趋激烈的形式下，为了满足广大考生的迫切需求，我们特地组织了有丰富的教学、辅导及培训经验的专家和教授，花费大量的时间精心编写了本书。尽管英语写作有一定的难度，但与阅读、语法和翻译能力相比，英语写作是有可能在短时间内集中突破的。在该考试中，作文是能够最快提高考试分数的重要部分，也是英语技能运用发挥最充分的部分。本书的特色如下：

一、实用性强

按照《考试大纲》的规定，同等学力人员申请硕士学位考试的作文部分设1道题，15分。考试时间为30分钟。要求考生在规定的时间内，按照题目要求用英语写出一篇不少于150个词的短文。考试形式为根据提纲作文、看图作文、描述图表或根据一篇所给的文章写出内容提要或读后感等。

本书的讲解部分从字、词、句等方面详细分析了高分作文的闪光点和成功之处，对用词错误、语法错误、段落内容错误等方面有针对性地进行了归纳总结，后面精心选取了100多篇经典范文，内容广泛、题材新颖，几乎覆盖了当前各类热点和难点，供考生背诵与仿写。

二、全面展现解题思路，编写体例非常符合考生的需要

本书全面吸收了同类图书的优点，结合编者丰富的辅导经验，博采众长，推陈出新，使本书的结构和内容具有鲜明的特色。本书严格按照新修订的考试大纲的有关要求组织编写，覆盖全部考试大纲的要点和考试项目，遵循技巧讲解与训练相结合的原则。本书的讲解针对考生应掌握的各种写作技巧，全面展现写作思路。同时还对历年真题部分进行了剖析，让考生能掌握命题思路，熟练掌握考试特点和写作技巧，从容应对考试。

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第1章　英文短文写作概述

作文部分是同等学力人员申请硕士学位考试英语试卷中分值较高，难度较大，同时也是考生不容易得高分的主观型试题。这一部分内容既能测试考生对英语词汇、语法、修辞等的掌握和运用能力，同时也能测试考生的英语书面表达能力。因此，作文能真实地测试出考生综合运用英语书面语言的能力。在各种标准化英语考试中，作文都是必不可少的题型。


 1.1　英语写作的基本要求

本部分设1道题，15分。考试时间为30分钟。要求考生在规定的时间内，按照题目要求用英语写出一篇不少于150个词的短文。考试形式为根据提纲作文、看图作文、描述图表或根据一篇所给的文章写出内容提要或读后感等。


 1.2　英语写作的具体形式

根据各种提示信息，英语短文写作可以归纳成两大类：①文字提示，包括主题句、写作提纲、文字的规定情景；②文字、图、表。

1．文字提示

考生根据给出的题目（title）、写作提纲（outline），按命题要求写短文。

题目中提示的信息不管是以何种方式出现，考生都应认真分析图表，要做到充分理解题意。图、表主要包括了各种形式的图画、漫画或照片以及各种形式的统计表、比率表、图示与统计数据相结合的图表等。

 1.3　英语写作的高分标准

英语写作的高分标准涉及以下六个方面：

（1）内容切题。审题准、不跑题。文不对题会严重影响成绩，导致写作失败。

（2）表达清楚。语言要简洁、准确，条理清楚，主题明确。

（3）意义连贯。遣词造句得当，表达连贯平稳。论点与论据展开合理（以因果、对比、分类、定义、列举、概括、详情、时间、空间、过程或综合等方法展开）。

（4）句式有变化。采用适当的句式来表达相应的内容。常用句式包括简单句，并列句，复合句，主被动句，长句，短句，否定句，双重否定句，疑问句，反问句，倒装句，强调句，插入句，独立主格成分等。

（5）用词有变化。避免重复使用同一词汇，可适当使用代词，同义词，近义词，关联词等，使表达富有动感。同义词的使用是衡量考生语言运用能力的一个尺度。

（6）语言规范。符合英语的表达习惯，语法错误少，写出的英语不是中式英语。

在下面的例子中，第一句话平淡无味，缺乏闪光点；第二句话为修改、润色后的句子，给人的感觉就大不一样。

第2章　英语短文写作命题剖析


 2.1　英语短文写作的考查要点

考查一篇作文的优劣主要有两个标准：内容和语言。


 2.1.1　内容

内容切题，是指作文必须涵盖题目中提出的所有要求，如果有所遗漏，评分就很难达到12分以上了。叙述流畅指必须符合两个“c”的特征，即结构上紧凑（compact），内容上具体（concrete），要求句子之间呈现逻辑性和连贯性。一方面通过论证方法保证文章有序发展，另一方面通过逻辑联系去实现句子和句子、段落和段落之间的衔接。


 2.1.2　语言

主要包括用词、句子、语法、拼写和标点符号五个方面。对于12分以上的文章，上述方面的错误很少，而对于12分以下的文章则错误较多。要想拿到作文高分，一方面要尽量减少语言错误，另一方面还要注意句子的变化和用词的丰富，这样评卷人就可以看到作文中反映出的英语水平，从而对考生做出客观准确地评价。


 2.2　英语短文写作程序

由于时间的限制及题型的要求，考生必须遵循一定的写作程序并且合理地分配时间，以便从容地完成较高水平的写作。


 2.2.1　审题

考生应仔细研究、理解题目，即根据题目所提供的条件和要求，来确定文章的内容、体裁和方法。审题主要包括审核要求、材料、文体、内容这几方面。

（1）要求。审查考题在格式、字数、时间、内容等诸多方面的具体要求。

（2）材料。审查考题在选材范围方面的要求，考题对材料有特定的限制，故考生应在题目限制的范围内选取材料。

（3）文体。命题作文一般采用议论文文体；规定情景作文通常以描写文、叙述文为主；图表作文通常采用说明文。

（4）内容。审题的关键是了解题目在内容方面的要求，以决定写什么。


 2.2.2　构思

选材的思路围绕题目、提示、数据、图形和所给的提纲来进行。考生应从自己所熟悉的素材中筛选出最能表达和说明主题的内容，思路要灵活，想象要丰富，同时要有创新，避免落入写作俗套。


 2.2.3　创作

下笔创作过程即段落的展开，考生要用贴切的词将自己的所思、所想、所感明确地表达出来。在下笔创作的过程中注意不要脱离主题；注意利用过渡词和过渡句使句子和段落结构严谨连贯，也使内容更易于展开；写作时尽量不使用自己没有把握的词语和句型。


 2.2.4　检查与修改

检查内容是否切题，论点是否明确，论据是否充分，结论是否合理。同时检查语法是否正确，语句是否通顺，用词是否贴切，数字是否准确，表达是否恰当，拼写是否正确，标点是否得当，等等。


 2.3　英语短文写作的命题形式


 2.3.1　英语短文写作题型——提纲式作文

1．提纲式作文高分模板

2．提纲式作文的写作要点

提纲题型的写作要点如下：

（1）认真研究所给提纲。考生要注意领会提纲的含义，不要遗漏提纲要点或错误理解提纲的意思。

（2）确定各段的主题句。考生应根据所给提纲写出各段的主题句，合格的主题句应具备以下四个要点：

①意义完整。主题句结构要完整，即结构符合语法规则；意义要完整，即主题句是一个符合逻辑的完整命题。

②表意清晰。主题句要清晰明确，不使用意思含混的词或句子。

③内容具体。主题句的内容要明确具体，否则不利于段落的扩展。

④用词贴切。主题句一定要用词准确，简明达意，使段落的拓展有一个良好的基础。

（3）逐步展开段落。段落写作应围绕自己列好的主题句进行，在写作过程中可稍加调整。

（4）检查与修改。检查考题所给提纲是否准确且完整地被表达于文章之中，如有偏差，应做相应的修改。

 2.3.2　英语短文写作题型——看图题型作文

1．看图题型作文高分模板

确定写作模式实际上就是按照题目要求来确定文章的整体结构。以下是图画式作文的段落写作模板，模仿并学会运用这些表达方式有利于快速提高这类作文的写作水平。

1）开头句

This cartoon mirrors one of the problems in our lives…

The message the cartoon aims to convey is…

2．看图题型作文的写作要点

图画式作文通常是给出一幅或几幅漫画或图片，要求考生仔细分析图画的内容，并通过文字形式将图中所包含的思想内容准确地表达出来。一般来说，所给图画均反映一定的社会现象或社会现实。图画式作文的考试内容和信息是以图画的形式出现在考生面前，这就要求考生在写作时要有敏锐的观察力，利用图画中的所有信息，揣摩、推测出题者的意图，确定图画所表达的中心思想。

图画式作文写作的关键是要清楚题意，即清楚所给图画想要传达的真正信息是什么，理解图画的表层含义及深层含义，然后将其清楚、正确地表达出来，其写作技巧如下：

（1）认真审题。对于任何形式的作文来说，审题都是最为关键的一步。在审题时，考生要认真分析图画所反映的内容以及出题者的意图，分析图画的表层含义和深层含义，通过表层含义分析图画真正想要说明的问题是什么，从而挖掘出其深层含义以确定文章的中心思想。

（2）确定写作重点。审题之后，根据分析的结果组织安排段落，确定每一个段落的主题和写作重点，然后根据题目要求进行选材，并对所选材料再进行筛选和分类。

本篇是根据图画进行论述的作文。文章的第一段可按题目要求描述图画。观察发现，第一幅图画中的鱼多船少，第二幅图画中的鱼少船多。第二段阐述图画的象征意义。图画中船是捕鱼的象征，鱼是海洋资源的象征，两者有什么联系呢？海洋资源减少的原因也许有多种，但是捕捞肯定是最重要的，由此可定出第二段的主要论点。第三段提出应对上述现象的方法，比如采取提高意识、加强合作等措施。


 2.3.3　英语短文写作题型——图表题型作文

1．图表题型作文高分模板

图表式作文是一种通过阅读图表中的数字，得出一个结论或形成一种看法的文体。对于此类作文，可以参考下面的模式：

（1）第一种模式。

第1段：From…we can see the increase of/decrease in…（或According to the figures shown in the graph, over the past…, By contrast, and it also shows a tendency to continue.）

第2段：There are chiefly three reasons for the rise/decrease. Firstly, …, Secondly, …, Apart from the above reasons, …

第3段：In spite of what is mentioned above, there are still…, The graph/table indicates… Hence, the situation is still serious and how to… is still a challenging task.

（2）第二种模式。

第1段：…is known as one of the most serious problems in today's world. As is shown in the graph, according to the figures shown in the graph（表述图表中的数字）．

第2段：（陈述理由）. Furthermore,（继续陈述理由）. As a result,（引起的后果是……的减少或增长）（…experiencing a decrease/an increase.）

第3段：So I believe…will be achieved through efforts of every person.

Given from the pictures and graphs above, it is safe to conclude that tobacco consumption remains one of the most serious problems in today's world. As a matter of fact, instead of contributing to the world economy, tobacco consumption has greatly threatened people's life.

Why, you may wonder, can we make such a conclusion? Three primary reasons can account for it. First, according to the pictures above, of the 1.1 billion smokers around the world, as many as three million people die from diseases related smoke. This best illustrates that tobacco consumption is at least responsible for people's worsening health. Second, as is shown in the pie chart, as much as 200 billion dollars is lost due to tobacco production. Obviously, tobacco production and consumption is simply a waste of money.

Fortunately, as more people have come to realize the harm of smoking, many of them consciously resist cigarettes. As a result, tobacco consumption is on the decline in the past two years. According to the survey, tobacco consumption is 14. 364 billion pounds in 1994, as compared to 14. 2 billion pounds in 1995. On the basis of analysis above, it is safe to conclude that there will be less demand to tobacco production and people will enhance the awareness that smoking is the real enemy to their health.

分析

本文要求依据图中数据进行分析，并预测烟草的发展趋势。虽然只有两个要求，但是第二个要求中predict the future和giver reasons的中间用and连接，即既要分析未来趋势又要说明你的理由，因而依然可以把文章写成三个段落。从图表中提到的2000亿美元损失和300万人死亡判断，图表的意义在于揭示吸烟给人类带来了经济损失和生命威胁。第一段指出这个意义就可以了。第二段可以结合图表的信息，支持第一段的判断。第三段要求进行预测，从烟草产量下降，可以得出结论，很多人已经认识到了烟草的危害，并控制了吸烟行为。烟草产量下降就不足为奇了。

2．图表题型作文的命题特点

图表式作文的命题特点是给出一个或几个图表或表格，通过一组或几组数据反映一种问题、现象或发展变化的趋势。图表式作文要求考生仔细分析图表中的各种数据，将图表反映出来的信息以文字形式准确地表达出来。

图表式作文同图画式作文一样，在最近几年比较盛行，尤其是在英语作文中。它要求考生在所给时间内，对所给图表进行分析、归纳、总结，然后用简洁、生动、准确的语言将图表中所提供的信息完整地表达出来，并对图表中的信息作出自己的评论。

图表信息的几种常见形式有曲线图、柱状图、圆形图及统计表格。写作步骤如下：

（1）信息不管是以何种方式出现，考生都应认真分析图表，要做到充分理解题意。花两三分钟研究图表，确定要解释和呈现何种信息资料。

（2）在第一段，应对整个图表进行总的概述或解说，引言段的正题句说明该图描述什么或包含什么信息。考生应假设读者手中没有该图表，用自己的语言向阅卷人讲述你所看到的内容和信息。


注意：
 考生经常会遇到考题中包含能很好地解说图表的句子。考试中要记住，不能完全照搬考题中的句子，不管它多么合用。应该对该部分进行改写，或增补内容，完全照搬考题内容有可能令你失去部分分数。

（3）由于图表包含丰富的信息和各种各样的数据，要清楚而有效地把它们的描述呈现出来不是一件易事，尤其是数据以及发展趋势的变化。考生应该熟练掌握常用套句和短语。

（4）考生应重视时态及语态的使用。如果图表是说明目前情况的，则使用现在时或现在进行时，必要时使用被动语态。当图表传达的信息是过去某个特定时间的或过去某段时间内变动着的，则应采用过去时或过去进行时（有时也可以用一般现在时来描述过去发生的事件，但建议还是采用过去时）。过去一段完整时间里发生的动作最好采用一般过去时或过去进行时。

有时图表信息时间跨度大，从过去一直延伸至将来。如果是这种情况，将需要运用表将来的相应时态。

对图表进行描述，应注意以下几点：

（1）图表往往提供大量数据，考生应该仔细观察分析，从中选择有效信息，图表上资料、数据的描述必须选择重点，不能事无巨细，一一列出。

（2）充分利用图表中所提供的文字或说明，它们往往为我们提供了切入点。

（3）要突出重点，抓住图表中的极端点，如最大或最小、最多或最少、最好和最差、基本相同之处等。

（4）总趋势的描述必须准确，要看出总的规律、趋势，抓住特征，归纳增减速度。

（5）说明、描述图表时应注意动词时态，属于过去发生的应该用一般过去时，属于经常发生的应该用一般现在时。

（6）句子结构要力求有变化，不要总是一个句型。

（7）考生应该熟练掌握一些固定句式和表达方式。

（8）认真检查。由于数据多，注意别混淆，以免闹出“张冠李戴”的笑话。

除了要掌握基本写作要领外，还应根据不同图形的特点来进行写作。

（1）圆形图比较形象、直观，常用来表示总体与部分、部分与部分之间的比例关系，一般以百分比的数字呈现出来。

（2）柱状图主要通过柱状的高度来表示同一项目在不同时间的量；或是同一时间不同项目的量。阅读柱状图时，要先看标题，再看横坐标与纵坐标的刻度单位，各代表什么量，每一个刻度的值，最后找出各个柱所表示的数据及关系，注意图表旁的提示说明。

 2.3.4　英语短文写作题型——情景题型作文

1．情景题型作文写作模式

情景式作文从命题上来说有以下几个特点：情景式作文可以是议论文或说明文，也可以是叙述文；作文的出题形式可以是英文，也可以是中文；有的情景给出了时间、地点和人物，有的要求对某一现象发表看法，有的要求叙述或描写一个具体的事件。

在写情景式作文时，第一步要认真审题，根据所给情景确定文章的中心思想。写情景式作文时，还要注意文章的段落结构，确定每一段的核心思想。下面是情景题型作文的写作模式。

（1）引言部分

在引言部分用自己的话将题目中的两种不同观点或某种现象再复述一遍。

（2）正文部分

在正文部分提出自己的观点和看法，或对上述现象进行分析或说明，论证过程可以从正面进行，也可以从反面进行，或从正反两方面同时进行。

（3）结尾部分

结尾部分总结或归纳一下文章的主题，并表明自己的立场和观点。

2．情景题型作文的写作要点

情景题型作文的写作没有具体题目，仅仅规定一定的情景，这是一种指导性较强的写作题型，考生千万不要脱离情景，而应严格依照题目所规定的情景构思短文。

情景题型作文的写作应特别注意以下几点：

①情景式写作要求考生在题目规定的情景内展开构思，组织内容。

②仔细审题。考生应明确题目提供的情景，是论证还是说明，是叙事还是写景。

③确定段落与主题句。各段的主题句使文章有条有理，同时也使考生对自己所要表达的内容有更具体的把握。

④平稳地展开段落。主题句一经确定，考生便可以围绕主题句，展开段落，完成全文的写作。段落的展开应该建立在段落情景基础之上，每段的重点都应集中于描述情景规定的内容。

⑤考生的每一词每一句都应贴近情景，突出重点，前后连贯，表达清楚，符合逻辑。

⑥明确题型种类。情景写作可根据内容写成不同文体，如记叙文、说明文、书信报告等，故考生应该注意灵活运用相应文体的写作方法与技巧。

⑦认真检查与修改。考生应该重点检查是否完全准确地包含了情景所要求的各方面内容，是否有与情景相悖或不相关的内容。

第3章　英语各类文体的写作方法

从修辞上分类，我们按照写作目的把写作方法分成四种：说明（exposition或者explanation）；论述（argument或者persuasion）；描写（description）；叙述（narration）。我们可以根据不同的写作目的采用上述不同的写作方法。


 3.1　说明文

说明的目的在于向读者说明（explain）某种东西、某种情况，使之知道、理解。有时说明文的作用远远超出这一点，它还可以唤起人们的感情、道德和审美观。


 3.1.1　说明文高分作文模板

在写作考试中，考生常会遇到以谚语或警句为标题的作文，如“Failure is the mother of success”，“well begun is half done”，“Where there is a will，there is a way”。对此类文章，可以参考以下模式：

第1段：（开门见山引出谚语，并对其进行解释）A famous saying goes, …It means…/…is a proverb which means…

第2段：（例1）For example, …/It goes without saying that…/It is know to all that…

第3段：（例2）Another example is that…/…is also true of…（例1和例2还可用正反两方面的例子。）

 3.3　记叙文

记叙文，又称为记事文或叙述文，叙述的目的在于告诉读者所发生的事情。在论述、说明中都离不开叙述。其实，叙述很少单一地起叙述事情发生的作用，更多的是含蓄或直接地表达真实的或想象中的信息。叙述至少要向人们交代清楚：人们是如何想的，如何做的？应该怎样想、怎样做？出现冲突时发生了怎样的情形？开始怎样？后来怎样？结果怎样？特别是小说的作者，必须在作品中用叙述的方法交代清楚这些问题。叙述可以是现实的、超现实的、简单的或复杂的。叙述的笔法可以是直接的、客观的、主观的、充满诗情画意的。叙述可以用来表达时间或空间概念。在叙述事情的发生时，一定要使你的叙述有趣、具体、不空洞。


 3.3.1　记叙文的写作要素与方法

记叙文应该把握六个要素：事情发生的时间、地点、人物、事件的起因、经过和结果。记叙文常采用的叙述方式有三种：

（1）顺叙：又称为正叙，是以情节发生的时间为先后顺序的叙述方法。

（2）倒叙：根据表达的需要，把事件的结局或某个最重要、最突出的片段提到文章的前面，然后再从事件的开头按原来的发展顺序进行叙述的叙述方法。

（3）插叙：在叙述中心事件的过程中，暂时中断叙述的线索，插入一段与主要情节相关的回忆或故事的叙述方法。

倒叙和插叙多用于长篇文章。

叙述文的写作应注意重点突出、详略得当。也就是说，事情发生的背景要略写，过程要详述，结局要突出。下面的写作方法可供考生在写记叙文时参考：

（1）在结构上，要以一条主线贯穿全文，做到详略得当；

（2）选材要典型，应突出主题，不要平铺直叙，避免写成“流水账”；

（3）在人称上，可采用第一人称或第三人称；在时态上，可根据具体情况用现在时或过去时；人称和时态必须前后一致。

第5章　段落的展开与技巧


 5.1　段落的连贯性

连贯性原则要求文章段落中各句前后衔接、条理清楚，使读者易于理解，连贯性由叙事的逻辑次序和使用过渡词进行句子间和段落间的过渡来体现。

1．叙事的逻辑次序

英文写作中常用的叙事逻辑次序有以下几种：

1）按情节的重要性次序

即按最重要的到不太重要的顺序排列，或按不太重要的到最重要的顺序排列。

例如：

Inflation is an economic condition in which prices for consumer goods increase, and the value of money decreases. There are three causes of inflation. The first and most important cause may be excessive government sp ending. For example, … The second cause of inflation occurs when the money supply increases faster than the supply of goods…. Finally, if labor unions demand that workers' wages be increased to cover the high cost of living, industry will meet this demand and add other costs of production onto the consumer. In summary,…

2）按演绎法或归纳法次序

即从总的概念到具体情节，或从具体细节到总的概念和结论。主要见于论说文、说明文和记叙文中。

例如：

Christmas is a holiday observed throughout the Christian world. On this day, the birth of Jesus Christ is celebrated. In many Christian countries, Christmas is a day for giving gifts. The Christmas tree is decorated and gifts are placed under it. Special foods are often prepared for Christmas.

3）按时间先后次序

主要见于记叙文和说明文。

例如：

In the relatively short span of 25 years, there has been an incredible evolution in the size and capabilities of computers. Today, computers smaller than the tip of your fingernail have the same capabilities as the room-sized machines of 25 years ago. The first computer was developed around 1945. They were so large that they required special air-conditioned rooms. About 20 years later, in the 1960s desk-sized computers were developed… However a third generation of computers had appeared. In 1971, the first microprocessor was developed. Today, electronic engineers predict that…

4）按空间先后次序

包括前后、左右、上下、内外等顺序，主要见于描写文和记叙文。

例如：

Our classroom is on the third floor of the classroom building. It is a large room about 20 feet long and 10 feet wide. The walls are light green and the ceiling is white. Under the windows there are two radiators for heating the room in the winter time. On the opposite wall near one end there is a brown door.

2．句子间、段落间的过渡

考生应学会使用过渡词来增加句子的连贯性，从而使整篇文章逻辑性更强，更加流畅通顺。

过渡词可以分为以下几种：

（1）表示因果和目的，包括for; be cause; thus; the n; hence; consequently; therefore; accordingly; as; for this purpose; with this object; as a result等。

例如：

Many students want to learn one or two foreign languages because they want to find a job in joint venture companies after graduation.

Without commercials, the public's favorite programs would not be shown; therefore, viewers must accept them as necessary.

Many consumers rely on advertisements; consequently, businesses maintain large gums of money for this expense.

（2）表示时间顺序，包括at the present time; in due time; sooner or later; at the same time; at this point; up to the present time; to begin with; until now; since; further; later; until; when; after; then; before; meanwhile; during; first; second; eventually; finally; once; whenever等。

例如：

We had a hard time getting Peter out of the hole he had fallen into. First, we made a rope by linking our belts together. Then we lowered it to Peter, telling him to grasp the end. After he had got hold of the belt-rope, we began to pull him slowly, inch by inch, out of the hole. Finally, we could grasp his arms, and, with a sigh of relief, we pulled him out onto the grassy bank. As he came up, no one dared to speak a word.

（3）表示空间顺序，包括here; there; where; beyond; further; nearby; opposite to; wherever; to the left; to the right; in the middle; adjacent to; next to等。

例如：

Our college is located in the middle of a residential neighborhood in a big city. Inside the front gate is a bookstore. To the left of the bookstore is the administration building where many of the offices are located. There is usually a large crowd of students standing and talking to their friends in front of the building. Opposite the administration building is an old classroom building, and in between these buildings is a large, attractive square with grass and trees. A cross from the front gate on the far side of the square is a tall building with a large clock on top…

（4）表示例证，包括for example; as an example; as an illustration; in fact; for instance; in other words; that is; namely; such as; in general; especially; in particular等。

例如：

Particular groups of people gained reputations in specific trades. For instance, Gypsies, or the Romany people, were known as horse breeders.

National symbols are often large structures. For example, the Eiffel Tower symbolizes France, and the Statue of Liberty symbolizes the United States.

Do-it-yourself projects, such as home hair permanents and furniture refinishing kits, can save a lot of money.

（5）表示概括总结，包括hence; as shown above; in short; in conclusion; as a result; as can be seen; for this reason; for these reasons; to sum up; in brief; on the whole; in other words; in fact; in any case; in any event; in either case; thus等。

例如：

A person can lose weight in an umber of way s. He or she can limit calorie intake, cut carbohydrate consumption to fewer than sixty grams per day, or exercise strenuously. A combination of these ways is probably the best way. In short, a change in life style is essential.

The winning team has an opportunity to play in the tournament in New York or to participate in an allstar rally in St. Louis. For this reason, the players will receive national attention.

（6）表示附加信息，包括and; also; again; too; as well as; likewise; similarly; in addition; besides; moreover; of course; not only…but also…; in like manner; furthermore; in the same fashion; first; second; third; and then; in the first place; in the second place; equally important; above all等。

例如：

Foreign cars are often more expensive to own in the United States than American-made Cars. For one thing, foreign cars cost more to buy. Then, high tariffs on many foreign models have raised prices. Furthermore, foreign cars often cost more to register. In addition, insurance rates can be higher. Moreover, parts and repair costs are much greater than they are for American cars.

What explains the growing trend towards delayed childbearing? First, the high divorce rate is making newlyweds think twice about starting a family. Furthermore, many young couples want to be financially secure before having children. Above all, more married women prefer to devote time to their careers before having a baby.

（7）表示转折，包括but; or; yet; nevertheless; on the contrary; otherwise; however; still; even so; instead; on the other hand; in contrast; while, whereas; although等。

例如：

If city dwellers want to see trees and grass, they must go to one of the public parks. In contrast, the streets of many suburban communities are lined with trees and shrubs, and each house has its own grassy yard.

A prison should serve as a correctional institution where a criminal is taught to deal with the outside world. However, our prison often harbors more crime within their walls than criminals can find on streets.

Careful consumers rely on good advertising; otherwise, they would not buy products wisely.


 5.2　段落内部的一致性

一致性是指在一段文章中，应该只说明一个问题，或一个问题的某一方面；或应该只叙述一件事情，或一件事的某一个阶段。也就是说，每段只能有一个中心思想或主题，所有的支持句都要有助于发展主题句的中心思想，都要为中心思想服务。这种主题句和支持句在意义上的统一就是段落的一致性。

例如：

Progress is gradually being made in the fight against cancer. In the early 1900s, few cancer patients had any hope of long term survival. In the 1930s, less than one in 5 cancer victims lived more than 5 years. In the 1950s, the ratio was one in four. Currently, the ratio is down to one in three. The gain from 1 in 4 to 1 in 3 represents about 58 000 lives saved each year.

但是，如果我们在这个段落中加入诸如“It has been proved that smoking is a direct cause of lung cancer”或“Heart disease is also increasing”等句子，段落就缺乏一致性。

同时，在单句或复句的写作中，也要体现“一致性”的原则，要注意下列的问题：

（1）在同一句中，要尽量保持主语和语态的一致。

例如：The peasants cut the wheat, and it is dried.

Better: The peasants cut the wheat, and they dry it.

在并列句中，同一主语和语态最好贯彻到底。第一句改换主语并用了被动语态，造成逻辑上的不一致。

（2）避免逻辑错误或意义模糊的句子。

例如：The bus conductor pushed the button to shut the door, but caught my left foot.

Better: The bus conductor pushed the button to shut the door, which caught my left foot.

原句的意思是“售票员关门夹住了我的脚”，这在逻辑意义上是讲不通的。因此删去but，改用which，就表明是车门夹住了我的脚，意思就通顺了。

（3）不要把无关的思想包含在一个句子中。

例如：The mountain is six thousand feet high, and it is only 4 miles from the small airport,（and the field is not a very large one）but no plane has ever crashed on it.

在此句中，括号中的内容与句子的主题无关，不该包含在此句中。

（4）避免使用过分复杂的句法结构和矫揉造作的修饰手法。

例如：The electric fan which she bought for her father, who complains about any temperature that exceeds 30 degrees centigrade and insists that he can't stand the heat, arrived today.

Better: Her father complains about any temperature that exceeds 30 degrees centigrade and insists that he can't stand the heat. The electric fan she bought for him arrived yesterday.

第一句使用了过多的定语、宾语从句，反而显得层次不清、中心不突出，改写成两句后，意义显得清楚而自然。


 5.3　段落的组成

根据题目的要求，短文写作主要包括三个段落。

第一段：通常要求考生阐述对于一个观点的理解，或者对一个观点进行反驳，或者对图画的主要信息进行描述。这个段落不必太长，三到四个句子就可以了。

第二段：通常要求考生对图画的意义进行解释，或者要求对一个现象进行原因解释，或者举例说明观点合理性。这个段落需要在内容上适当延伸，需要五到七个句子完成。

第三段：通常要求考生提出一些建议措施，或者对观点进行归纳，或者对现象进行前途预测。该段落大约需要四到五个句子完成。

好的段落必须是意思完整，语义连贯，完全体现文章主旨中心，同时又是层次分明，结构严谨，逻辑关系应用合理的。以下主要讨论各种段落的基本创作思路和变化。一个段落由三部分组成：主题句、扩展句和结尾句。主题句用来点出段落的主题（谈论什么）；扩展句用来说明和支持主题；结尾句用来得出结论。

1．主题句

1）主题句的位置

主题句一般位于段首，也可置于段尾或段中，考生最好放在段首。

（1）位于段首。在英文中，大部分段落的第一句便是主题句。开门见山地提出问题，后面的扩展句围绕主题句加以说明、支持、补充和解释。

例如：


An important part of police strategy, rapid police response is seen by police officers and the public alike as offering tremendous benefits.
 The more obvious ones are the abilities of police to apply first aid life saving techniques quickly, and the greater likelihood of arresting people who may have participated in a crime. It a ids in identifying those who witnessed an emergency or crime as well as in collecting evidence. The overall reputation of a police department too is enhanced if rapid response is consistent and this in itself promotes the prevention of crime. Needless to say rapid response offers the public some degree of satisfaction in its police force.

（2）位于段尾。主题句位于段尾便于总结全段的内容，给读者以深刻的印象，是写作中的一种演绎方法。

例如：

At present rates of demand, the world has enough oil to last for more than 40 years, enough gas for more than 60 years and enough coal for more than 230 years. Naturally, demand will increase; but so will reserves as companies explore more widely and costs fall. Since 1970 viable reserves of oil have almost doubled while those of gas have leapt three-fold. One distant day a crunch will come, but as it approaches fossil-fuel prices will rise, making alternative forms of energy, perhaps including nuclear power, competitive. That is no reason to spend on nuclear now.


（3）位于段中。位于段中的主题句起承上启下的作用，这类主题句多起转折作用，一般由“but，however，yet，anyhow，nevertheless”等词连接，用于引起下文。

例如：

What we teach ourselves sometimes，indeed，is more useful than what we learn from others．Some great men had little or no schooling．But these great men probably studied harder by themselves than most boys do in school．
 The greatest minds do not necessarily of those who have never been able to distinguish themselves at school，have been very successful in life later．It has been said that Wellington and Napoleon were both dull boys at school，and so were Newt on and Albert Einstein．

2）写好主题句的方法

文章是否切题是路线性、方向性的问题。英语中的一致性（unity）原则要求每段只能有一个中心思想或主题，只能说明某一件事或某一个问题等，具体体现为要求段落“中心突出”。段落的中心思想或主题通常概括为一个主题句（topic sentence）；其他各句称为支持句或从属句（supporting sentences），将主题思想充分展开。概括地说，“中心突出”要求主题句与段落中其他各句统一，从意义上体现段落的完整性。

例如：

Ever since this century, electricity has become an essential part of our modern life. In fact, it has exerted great influence on our life and behavior. Electrical household appliances are making people more and more lazy. TV has been depriving children of their time for study after class. They can hardly finish their assignments. It is also depriving the cinema and theater of business. Electricity makes noises not only in factories but also in household by so many loudspeakers.

If there were no electricity, things would be much better. Children could both finish their homework and read a lot of books. People would enjoy peace of their minds and find reunion of family members by telling stories. People can even develop ties among themselves by visiting each other rather than watching TV all the time at home.

Therefore, authority should bring the development and production of electricity under control so that people can enjoy their true life.

分析

文章语言流畅，语法错误也不多。但作者脱离了文章开头的主题Ever since this century, electricity has become an essential part of our modern life,只是一味地发感慨。因此，本文在思想内容上并不切题。

要想写好主题句，首先应该认真审好题，明确自己要用几个段落、从几个方面说明主题，然后确定每个段落的中心。有了中心思想，就可以写主题句了。

（1）主题句首先应是完整句。一个完整的句子才能做主题句，主题句不应是单个词组或什么修饰成分。例如：


不完整：
 How to write a composition.


完整：
 How to write a composition is not an easy thing to talk about.


不完整：
 If the weather had been fine.


完整：
 If it had been fine, we would have had a good time.

（2）主题句应有明显的导向。主题句一般由两部分组成，即主题和对该主题的态度，或称主题导句。

如：Good health is very important to everyone.

（3）主题句应尽量具体。写好主题句的关键在于抓住重点、留有余地、避免空泛。也就是说，主题句既要能够反映该段落的中心思想，又要为段落的拓展规定适当的空间。不是什么样的句子都能充当段落主题句的。请看下面的例句：

①People try to improve their health.

②He is great.

③Women are going out to work.

④The air is dirty.

主题句要明确表达段落的中心思想，因此主题句不能太笼统，所以上述四个句子不适合做主题句。

试比较下面几句：

①People try many ways to improve their health.

②There are many LeiFeng's followers in our society.

③Some of the female intellectuals lead families in earnings.

④Air pollution should be prevented.

以上四个句子都比较适宜做段落的主题句，因为各句都表达了明确的观点，对全段的展开具有指导意义。

主题句不能太具体。属于描写细节的句子，不能做主题句，如：

①They moved to another province last year.

②A lorry driver smashed through the gates of Buckingham Palace.

③Gunmen killed two officers late on Tuesday in a village.

④Zhejiang exports reached$681 million last year.

这四句都是具体细节的描写，很难以其为核心观点展开段落。请对比下面四句：

①They like their new residence.

②A careless lorry driver had an accident at the gate of Buckingham Palace.

③The villagers showed great concern about their safety.

④Zhejiang doubled the value of exports last year.

上述四句从不同角度对前面四句作了改写，改写后就适合做段落主题句了。

（4）尽量使用简单句或简洁明了的句子，例如：


简洁：
 Collecting stamps is her hobby.


复杂：
 She likes collecting stamps which is her hobby.


简洁：
 I enjoyed watching Gone with the Wind
 very much.


复杂：
 Gone with the Wind
 was a good film which I enjoyed watching very much.

2．扩展句

围绕主题句展开，支持、说明和阐述主题句的句子便是扩展句。扩展句紧扣主题句中的关键词而展开，句子与句子之间逻辑清楚，上下转承结合得当，简明扼要，重点突出。一般来说，每个自然段除了主题句与结尾句之外，还包含了3～6个扩展句。所以，写好了扩展句便基本上完成了一个自然段落。

做题时，一旦定下了主题和关键词，作者便可以按照自己的思路来组织段落中的句子。句子之间要具有连贯性，就必须由一系列的逻辑关系构成，例如：并列关系，因果关系，递进关系，转折关系，解释关系，概括关系，顺序关系，让步关系，对照、比较关系，转换关系，等等，这些逻辑关系可由一系列的过渡词来完成。过渡词在句子与句子之间、段落与段落之间起到承上启下的作用，使句子或段落之间的衔接自然、连贯，逻辑合理，结构严谨，因此极为重要。

1）扩展句的常用词语

段落扩展中的常用词语如下：

（1）总结关系过渡词语。

（3）列举关系过渡词语。

（7）表示空间顺序过渡词语。

例文

The wide use of e-mail may be due to its unique advantages（主题句）. First of all, people who adore e-mail love to say that it's quick and convenient（扩展句1）. A response can be shot back within seconds, provided that the intended recipient checks it frequently. And the recipient doesn't even have to be at the other end because the message can simply be left for him or her. In addition, this kind of computerized exchange may create friendship（扩展句2）. People who are lazy at writing letters may prefer e-m ail. What's more, e-mail is a relatively cheap way to leave a message for someone who is far away（扩展句3）．

Despite the advantages of e-m ail, it also has some disadvantages（主题句）. It eliminates face-to-face conversation and makes people feel isolated（扩展句1）. And when we are cut off from our co-workers, our sense of community and common purpose withers（扩展句2）.

在写英文作文时，结尾是值得考生重视的另一个关键的地方。如果写得好，往往能给读者留下深刻印象。

1）结尾句的写作方法

下面介绍几种常见的结尾写法：

（1）重复文章的主题句。重复文章的主题句的目的在于强调作者的主要论点。例如：

With the foregoing three points in mind, one can be a true good student.

If any items mentioned above arouse your interest, please let us know.

（2）概括结论。用几句话概括上文内容来加深读者对文章观点的理解。例如：

From what has been discussed above, we may draw the conclusion that no success can be achieved without laboring.

In summary, we should create such an environment in which each child in his or her own way follows his curiosity where it leads him, develops his ability and talents, pursues his interests and likes.

（3）提出展望或期望。表示对将来的期待或是鼓动读者采取行动。例如：

It is essential that effective measures should be taken to redress such inequality.

It is high time that we should urge an immediate end to this phenomenon.

（4）强调意义。从更高或一个新的角度来强调上述论点的重要性或其深远的意义。例如：

Admittedly, science has created atomic bombs and produced pervasive pollution. But it has transformed the lives of millions of people.

2）结尾句的句型模板

 5.4　英语短文写作的段落写法


 5.4.1　图画描述段落的写法

图画描述段落的结构比较简单，写起来却是最难的，这是因为图画信息的表述有时并不是容易的事情。这就要求在描述图画的时候注意：找到图画描述中最主要的信息描述。如果碰到不会的单词切不可用中文意思套写英语，而是要通过较简单的话复述出图画的大意。图画描述型段落的要求为describe the pictures或者depict the pictures。这种段落的第一句话可用As is shown in the picture，we can see clearly that对图画中的一个主要信息进行描述，然后用on the contrary（或者meanwhile）进行转折，对图画中的另一个主要信息进行描述。最后一句话对图画中反映出的情况进行评价或者总结。段落的基本结构为两句话描述，一句话评论。

在描述图画段落时应该适当扩展联想，想到图画的具体事物其实只是某种宏观事物的代表而已。比如图画中出现了一条鱼，就要联想它可能是渔业资源的代表，如果进一步扩展，还可以想到鱼还可以是海洋资源的一部分。如果找到了个体和总体的联系，就完成了阐释象征的第一个步骤。

其次，找到了图画中事物的象征后，就要确定象征意义之间的某种内在的因果关系，并对这种关系发展的走向进行预测。最后确定怎样写段落的主题句。这其实不是很困难，只要用带有一定概括性的句子开篇就可以了。例如：The primary purpose of the pictures above is to show us that due attention has to be paid to…或者Although the pictures above depicts nothing more than…, its meaning has to be taken seriously.或者The picture above describes nothing but…,however, a penetrating eye can see through its superficial scene and focus on the primary intention of the painter.

 5.4.3　图表描述段落的写法

图表描述通常通过describe the chart above提出要求。这种段落要求对图表中反映的数据情况做出说明，主要涉及以下内容：

首先，我们必须清楚图表的种类，一般来说图表共有四种：表格（table），曲线图（graph/diagram/chart），饼状图（pie chart）和柱状图（bar chart）。

其次，描述图表涉及上升、下降、组成等多种图表数据状态的描述，所以掌握图表形态的写法就显得更为重要了。可以说，图表描述更多的是考查语言表述能力。下面对几种主要的图表形态进行简述。

上升和下降：可以用Something increases from…to…/Something decreases from…to…

援引数字进行描述是图表描述中最常见的表述形式。不过这样写作不免显得语言枯燥，所以我们还可以用较概括的话勾勒出一个总的趋势。比如上升可以说Something is on the rise，下降可以说Something is on the decline。此外，英语中还存在很多“上升”、“下降”的近义词，多掌握一些对图表描述的类似词汇很有好处。如increase的同义词为：increase sharply，increase rapidly，increase considerably，increase dramatically，rise，jump，mount up，accumulate，skyrocket， soar等。而下降除了decrease外，还有decrease sharply，decrease rapidly，decrease considerably， decrease dramatically，fall，drop，go down，decline，plunge等。有了这些词汇和表达法，描述图表就自由多了。

图表上的数据出现波动：如果图表中的数据上升下降呈现不规律状态，就不必描述每个数据，而是首先描述出它呈现波动不规律这样的总规律（Something fluctuated in the past few years．），然后抓住最高点（peak）数据和最低点（nadir）数据进行对比就可以了。例如：Something fluctuated in the past few years．In 1995，it reached the peak．However，three years later，it dropped to its nadir，reducing to…in 1998．

如果是饼状图：这种图形涉及占百分比的描述问题，常见的词汇有：account for, constitute, comprising。有的时候还可能涉及占了最大比重或者最小比重的说法：Something accounts for approximately 20 percent, comprising the minimum（maximum）part in the whole proportion．例如1997年图表描述中的一句话为“在全世界58亿人口中，烟民共11亿，占了总人口的20％”，就涉及了百分比的描述问题：Among 5.8 billion people round the world, there are 1.1 billion smokers, accounting for 20 percent of the total population.

第6章　英语短文写作的常见错误


 6.1　英语短文写作错误核查清单

为了提高找错效率，整理一个写作中常见错误的核查清单是很有益处的。这样就能做到有的放矢，根据核查清单所列举的错误，迅速地查找错误。

（1）每一个单数可数名词之前必须有限定词。这些限定词（determiner）有冠词：a，an，the；指示代词：this，that；所有格：my，your，Mary's，etc.。对于不少考生来说，判断究竟在什么地方需要加冠词非常困难，但是有一种相对较简单的规则，即每个单数可数名词之前必须有限定词。

（2）复数名词后面是否漏了s。查看所有的名词，看一下它们是否需要加s。

（3）是否漏掉动词“to be”。一般来说，每个句子（或分句）必须有一个动词作谓语。看一下每个句子中是否都有动词，如缺少动词，那么很可能漏掉的就是动词“to be”。

（4）在第三人称单数后的动词是否漏掉s（指现在时）。很快地浏览一下你的作文，找到每一个动词，再找该动词的主语，决定动词后面是否要加s。

（5）作文中的时态有无变化，如有变化，看一下是否有正当理由。有些考生在写作文时，时常会毫无道理地改变动词的时态。查看一下每个动词，看看它是否同前一个动词在时态上一致。如果不一致，查看一下时态的改变是否有依据。

（6）是否漏掉连接词。一般来说，一个句子只能有一个限定动词，如有两个或两个以上动词，那么它们就会由并列连接词连接，或出现在由从属连接词引导的从句中。考生可以数一下每个句子中的限定动词和连接词。动词数应该比连接词数多一个。为了便于检查，在写作过程中，不要省略任何从属连接词，特别是“that”。

例文

Today cigarette smoking is a widespread habit all over the world. In developing country. There aye more and more smoker. Evenly including children. In China, we often see some smoker in the store, street and so on. In spite of government prohibit smoking in public occasion.

Many heavy smokers say they cannot give up smoking. I have lots of friend to smoke. I once persuade them to give up smoking. But they answer: “In fact I want to give up smoking too. I have once tried to do it. Finally I found it is impossible to give up smoking.” It isn't right. My father had been smoker for thirty years. Now he have gave up smoking. It's well know. “There is a will, there is away.”

Cigarette smoking is a threat to health. In modern times, Health is money. Life short but work is much. For your healthy family, smoker must give up smoking.

分析

这篇作文基本切题，但语法错误较多，且是一些非常基本和严重的语法错误，如第三人称单数、单复数、分词、断句等，而且文章基本上是按汉语腹稿一字一句翻译过来的。


 6.2　英语短文写作的句子语法错误

英语句子的形成主要根据结构搭建。与以意构（根据意义、逻辑时间等顺序安排句子）为特征的汉语相比，英语的结构显得严谨。英语的任何句子都以主谓语为主干，遇到从句，如果从连接词入手进行分析也会比较容易。考生在写作过程中应力图避免易犯的英语语法错误。


 6.2.1　结构平行问题

句式的结构平行是指在语言表达方面的一致性，即同类词、同类短语和同类分句的并列。平行结构是一种优美的表达方式，由于使用了同样的语法因素来表达一系列思想，句子结构会显得更加清晰，表意也更为流畅。例如：

1）同类分句的并列

It is a popular misconception that off is found in vast underground pools and that it needs only to be pumped out.

At an international conference, the participating countries discussed who the major producers were and how much they would export.

2）同类单词的并列

The company produces copiers, duplicators and self-correcting typewriters.

The new computer is the most important, useful and exciting electronic product of today.

His job is gathering, editing and synthesizing information.

3）同类短语的并列

If you want to learn a foreign language well, you should try to think in the language and to speak the language as much as possible.

You can learn a foreign language in the classroom, at home or in the foreign country where the language is spoken.

在写作中，如果没有注意同类语法因素的并列，句子结构就可能出现不平行。

破句也称为片语，是考生作文中常犯的另一个错误。破句实际上就是非完整句，这样的句子在结构上是不完整的，在语法上也是不正确的。英语中，一个意思和结构都完整的句子至少有主语和谓语两部分，当然祈使句除外。若将句子中的某一部分当作一个句子，就会导致破句错误。

 6.2.3　连写句问题

连写句是一种常见的不规范的英语句式。所谓连写句，是指由两个或多个独立分句连写而成的句子（有时用逗号连接，有时不用），分句之间没有并列连词或连接副词。这类句子在一般情况下不会造成歧义和误解，因此在初学者的书面语言中经常出现。例如：

Bob decided to go back to his hometown, he wanted to stay together with his parents.

考生可以通过使用并列句、复合句等方式来避免连写句。

1）使用并列句

Bob decided to go back to his hometown, for he wanted to stay together with his parents.

Bob decided to go back to his hometown; he wanted to stay together with his parents.

2）使用复合句

Bob decided to go back to his hometown because he wanted to stay together with his parents.

Because Bob wanted to stay together with his parents, he decided to go back to his hometown.


 6.2.4　串句的问题

英语中两个或两个以上的句子要用适当的标点符号或连词连接起来，或用分号“；”断开；主句和从属句之间要用从属连词连接。但是有些考生在写句子时，不管句子各个部分间的关系如何，一概用逗号连接，或除了句号外不使用任何其他的标点符号或连词，整个句子看上去结构不清、逻辑混乱。这种错误被称为串句错误。串句错误是中国学生常犯的。

与汉语不同，英语中同一个修饰语置于句子不同的位置时，句子的含义可能发生变化。考生如果受汉语结构的影响，对句子中的主谓语及状语之间的位置安排不妥，就可能造成句子逻辑混乱或表意不清。

分析

第一句话的意思是“爱是人类最高尚的情感”，第二句话的意思是“因此，我们都幸存于爱的世界中”。这两句话之间的因果关系显然不成立，因此此处属于逻辑关系混乱的错误；此外，第二个句子中，survive一词属用词不当。


 6.3　英语短文写作的格式错误


 6.3.1　标点符号错误

考生在写作时，一定要注意正确使用标点符号，切忌从头到尾只用逗号。要熟练掌握常用标点符号的基本用法，尤其要正确使用逗号和分号。

（1）逗号。用复合连接词连接两个或多个句子时，在复合连接词前面加逗号。常见的复合连接词有and，but，or，nor，for，so，yet等。


误：
 I have wondered for the whole day yet cannot find any place for a rest.


正：
 I have wondered for the whole day, yet cannot find any place for a rest.

在表示引导的短语或句子后面用逗号，该引导语一般充当状语。


误：

表示三个或三个以上项目时用逗号。


误：

 6.3.2　大小写方面的错误

在作文的评改过程中，有关大小写方面的错误层出不穷，这是考生的一个容易忽略的地方。一般来说，大写规则有以下几条：

（1）头衔在专有名词前要大写。在专有名词后就小写。例如：

Captain Smith——Smith, the captain

Uncle George——George, my uncle

（2）大写每句话的第一个字母和直接引语的第一字母，例如：

He said. “He is going to Shanghai next week.”

（3）大写专有名词，或用作专有名词的部分普通名词，通常是缩略形式。例如：

Dr G. G. East

（4）大写缩写字母。例如：

MPA，MBA，BBC

（5）文章标题要大写。


 6.4　英语短文写作的用词错误


 6.4.1　近形异义词（短语）混用

英语中有很多单词（短语）词形非常相似，但词义却相差甚远，使用起来往往容易混淆。这是考研英语作文中另一词汇方面的常见错误。这些词（短语）的混用或误用经常会引起歧义，有时甚至会产生相反的意思。

例如：

courage（勇气）——encourage（鼓励）

transmit（传送）——transform（转换）

liter（升、公升）——litter（乱丢、乱扔）

consist of（由……组成）——consist in（存在于……）

belong to（属于）——belong in（应归入……）


 6.4.2　词类混淆

汉语中的动词、名词或形容词的词性发生变化时，常通过变换词在句中的位置来确定其词性，或借助“的”、“地”、“得”来示意，词本身并不发生变化。在英语中，词性的变化较为灵活、复杂，若考生对词性的判断能力不强，容易造成词性误用。

词性误用的常见表现为误将介词作动词用；误将形容词作副词用；误将名词作动词用等。

 6.4.4　拼写错误

拼写是考生应该具备的起码的基本功，但在考生的作文中却经常能发现很多拼写错误。拼写错误虽然未被列入扣分标准，但大量拼写错误的存在不仅体现出语言基本功差，同时也直接影响内容的表达。以下例子中，划线部分为拼写不正确的单词。从中可以看出，有些拼写错误影响了整个句子的意思。例如：

写作中如果出现突兀的转换，如单数变为复数、主动变为被动、第一人称变为第二人称、间接引语变为直接引语等，文章所要表达的意思就有可能被误解。例如：If you work hard，we will succeed．这句话的问题在于人称没有保持一致，因此在逻辑上讲不通。若改为If you work hard，you will succeed．或If we work hard，we will succeed．意思就清楚多了。

（1）避免间接引语和直接引语的转换。

 6.5　英语短文写作的段落内容错误


 6.5.1　内容不连贯

内容“连贯”是要求段落中的各个句子以一种明晰的、合乎逻辑的顺序排列组织，做到条理清楚、层次分明。一篇内容连贯的文章要体现出句子之间、段落之间以及文章整体的完整性。

例如：

People who like traveling have own reasons. Most travelers appreciate sight-seeing for the sake of enjoyment. People have lost the interest of the noisy urban life, and want to enjoy the peace of mind and the closeness of nature. Traveling everywhere, travelers have many opportunities to get familiar with the different customs and cultures of foreign countries. Pleasure, knowledge, and adventure appeal to travelers.

以上段落基本没有语法错误，内容也切题。其中，第一个句子是主题句，统领全段，之后的几个句子围绕中心展开。但句与句之间没有内在的有机联系，行文不够流畅，逻辑不够严谨。

Some of them have lost the interest of the noisy urban life, for they want to enjoy their peace of mind and the closeness of nature. In conclusion, pleasure, knowledge, and adventure appeal to those travelers.

分析二

修改后的段落明显弥补了原文的不足。第一句中的their与前面的主语部分形成呼应，第三句开头的some of them将第二句和第三句自然衔接在一起。第三句后半部分的for和第四句开头的moreover是两个表示补充说明的连接词，进一步阐述了人们喜欢旅游的其他原因。第五句开头的in conclusion明确起到了总结上文的作用。正是有了这几处承上启下的连接，整段文字才显得结构清晰，语义完整连贯，逻辑性强。


 6.5.2　内容不切题

文章是否切题是路线性、方向性的问题。英语中的一致性（unity）原则要求每段只能有一个中心思想或主题，只能说明某一件事或某一个问题等，具体体现为要求段落“中心突出”。段落的中心思想或主题通常概括为一个主题句；其他各句称为支持句或从属句，将主题思想充分展开。概括地说，“中心突出”要求主题句与段落中其他各句统一，从意义上体现段落的完整性。

例如：

My name is Jane, and I like to keep physically fit. I used to weigh two hundred pounds, but I joined the YMCA for an exercise class and diet program. In one year I lost much weight. I feel much better and never want to be as fat as before on my five-feet frame again. I bought two new suitcases last week. Everyday I practice jogging three miles, swimming fifteen laps, lifting twenty-pound weights and playing tennis for one hour. My mother was a premature baby.

分析

以上段落基本围绕主题句I like to keep physically fit展开，但其中有两个句子与主题无关，即I bought two new suitcases last week和My mother was a premature baby。这两个句子对主题的进一步展开没有帮助，反而削弱了主题，使文章显得松散。因此，同一段落中的各个句子必须从属于一个中心，任何游离于中心思想之外的句子都是不可取的。


 6.5.3　内容空洞

一篇合格的作文应表达题目规定的所有内容，且中心思想明确、突出。要做到这一点，就要依靠多个句子来扩展段落的主题思想。如果一个段落只有主题句，没有推展句来进行佐证并充实内容，段落结构就不完整，文章内容也会显得空洞，缺乏说服力。另外，推展句应与主题句直接相关，并充分表达全段的中心思想，否则段落的交际功能也无法实现。

例如：

1．Cigarette smoking has many advantages. First of all, it can bring a lot of money to our country because of its high taxes. Second, it can also let many people work.

2．Cigarette smoking has many advantages. In 2002, China Daily
 shows that cigarette industry is the second largest contributor to China's GNP with an annual profit and taxes of more than 15 billion RMB. It also creates many jobs because it involves tobacco growing, processing and cigarette wholesaling and retailing. As a result, among present 200 China's largest enterprises, 45 are connected with cigarettes.

例1中仅用两个句子简单概括了烟草的好处，显得空洞、干瘪。例2引用权威来源的数据进行佐证，使读者更加信服，还详细地指出了造成这种贡献的原因，逻辑衔接十分紧密。


第7章　洞悉英语写作历年真题


 7.1　历年真题写作命题剖析

英语短文写作主要测试考生的英语书面表达能力，其中包括：词汇、句型、语法的运用能力以及用英语进行逻辑思维和组织观点的能力。短文的类别有命题、情景、图表、提纲等。考生应能写一般描述性、叙述性、说明性或议论性的文章。如果考生想在较短的时间内对英语写作有所认识、有所突破，首先应该了解英语写作的命题规律，并了解各种题型的写作技巧，然后在研读相关范文的基础上进行有针对性的写作练习。

历年考题共涉及观点阐述、观点反驳、图画描述、因果分析、例证说明、象征阐释等方面。所以拿到题目之后切忌提笔便写，滔滔不绝，而是应该阅读题目，判断出是属于哪种写作要求，然后按照要求写作。

Americans today don't place a very high value on intellect. Our heroes are athletes, entertainers, and entrepreneurs, not scholars. Even our schools are where we send our children to get a practical education—not to pursue knowledge for the sake of knowledge. Symptoms of pervasive antiintellectualism in our schools aren't difficult to find.

“Schools have always been in a society where practical is more important than intellectual”, says education writer Diane Ravitch.“Schools could be a counterbalance”. Ravitch's latest book, Left Back: A Century of Failed School Reforms
 , traces the roots of anti-intellectualism in our schools, concluding they are anything but a counterbalance to the American distaste for intellectual pursuits.

But they could and should be. Encouraging kids to reject the life of the mind leaves them vulnerable to exploitation and control. Without the ability to think critically, to defend their ideas and understand the ideas of others, they can't fully participate in our democracy. Continuing along this path, says writer Earl Shorris.“We'll become a second-rate country. We'll have a less civil society”.

“Intellect is resented as a form of power and privilege”. Writes historian and professor Richard Hofstadter in Anti-Intellectualism in American Life
 , a Pulitzer winning book on the roots of anti-intellec-tualism in US politics, religion, and education. From the beginning of our history, says Hofstadter, our democratic and populist urges have driven us to reject anything that smells elitism. Practicality common sense, and native intelligence have been considered nobler than qualities than anything you could learn from a book.

Ralph Waldo Emerson and other transcendentalist philosophers thought schooling and rigorous book learning put unnatural restraints on children:“We are shut up in schools and college recitation rooms for 10 or 15 years and come out at last with a bellyful of words and do know a thing”. Mark Twain's Huckleberry Finn exemplified American anti-intellectualism. Its hero avoids being civilized-going to school and learning to read-so he can preserve his innate goodness.

But still going abroad to study has some disadvantages that cannot be ignored. For example, we have to pay high tuition and living expenses. And living in a completely different culture in which we have no friends and relatives, we may often suffer from a sense of loneliness. Therefore, we should hold an objective attitude towards the issue.

As far as I am concerned, we should hold reasonable attitude towards studying abroad. We should learn to use what we have learned to make contribution to the development of our country.

On the other hand, we can try our best to meet the challenges by ourselves. Only in this way can we succeed in the future and be the master of our life.

The Ups and Downs of Population Growth

As is shown by the two graphs, during the period of time from 1800 to 1900, with the explosive growth of the U.S. population, the number of species no longer existing shot up, amounting to 70 in 1990. Especially Sept. 11th Incident that took place in New York, the United States made the whole world feel panic.

Why are there so many terroristic activities? In my opinion, there may be some possible reasons for it. First, it is social realities that lead to these radical responses. First of all, with China's family planning policy, the birth rate has dramatically dropped, which results in a low proportion of youngsters. Secondly, medical care in China has been considerably improved which reduced the mortality rate at birth and increased average life expectancy. Furthermore, by 2010 those who were born in the birth peak years of the 1950s and 1960s will enter their old age, thus accelerating the trend.

In short, China is moving toward an aged nation. If we do not take measures to control the trend, some social problems may consequently follow. So the fact that Chinese society is getting more and more aged should arouse people's attention.

Studying abroad

By contrasting two vastly different life experiences of a student at home and a broad, the two pictures pose thought-provoking questions to us. Many feel that a foreign educational experience brings greater rewards for the Chinese student. However, are the educational opportunities abroad really better than at home?

Going abroad has been a popular trend in China in the past decades, especially for college graduates. Statistics show that over one third of college graduates pursue further studies abroad every year. It isn't altogether unjustifiable, as admittedly foreign universities may provide better academic and research facilities. The life experience in different cultures may offer a good opportunity to temper a person.

However, not all people go abroad for academic advantages. For those who still hold the false belief that the moon is brighter in foreign countries, going abroad is their sole aim. In the case of college graduates, they are inclined to study abroad even though their potential will be brought out better in China.

These factors contribute to a strange phenomenon: A declining supply of talents in the domestic employment market greatly hampers the rapid economic growth in China. In addition, overseas students are wasting their precious time doing manual labor work, with a fading dream of pursuing knowledge. An excellent student in China turning out to be a dishwasher abroad is just a case in point.

Therefore, rather than following them blindly, we must weigh and consider all possibilities and make a right decision. Foreign education is not right for every body. It would be much better to remember that“all roads lead to Rome.”

（23）A proper part-time job does not occupy students' too much time. In fact, it is unhealthy for them to spend all of time on their study. As an old saying goes: All work and no play makes Jack a dull boy.

（24）Any government, which is blind to this point, may pay a heavy price.

（25）Nowadays, many students always go into raptures at the mere mention of the coming life of high school or college they will begin. Unfortunately, for most young people, it is not pleasant experience on their first day on campus.

（26）In view of the seriousness of this problem, effective measures should be taken before things get worse.

（28）It is indisputable that millions of people today are still living a miserable life, facing the dangers of starvation and exposure.

（29）Although this view is wildly held, there is little evidence that education can be obtained at any age and at any place.

（32）In the last decades, advances in medical technology have made it possible for people to live longer than in the past.

（33）In fact, we have to admit the fact that the quality of life is as important as life itself.

（34）We should spare no effort to beautify our environment.

（35）People believe that computer skills will enhance their job opportunities or promotion opportunities.

（36）The information I've collected over the last few years leads me to believe that this knowledge may be less useful than most people think.

（37）Now, it is generally believed that no college or university can give students all the knowledge they need by the time they graduate.

（38）This is a matter of life and death—a matter no country can afford to ignore.

（39）For my part, I agree with the latter opinion for the following reasons:…

（40）Before giving my opinion, I think it is important to look at the arguments on both sides.

（41）This view is now being questioned by more and more people.

这一观点正受到越来越多的质疑。

（42）Some people believe that boys are cleverer than girls. However, that is not necessari1y the case.

（43）It is a well-known fact that the English have an obsession with their weather and that, given half a chance, they will talk about it at length.

（44）In philosophy, Chinese people cherish intelligence and emphasize spiritual power, while Western people admire physical strength and are more materialistic.

（45）Knowledge may be acquired through conversation, watching television or traveling, but the deepest and most consistent way is through reading.

（46）There are two ways of spending one's free time: one is enjoying music or reading, the other is taking part in active sports.

（47）Both solar energy and nuclear energy are believed to be possible substitutes for natural fuels，and yet each has its benefits and drawbacks.

（52）It is fairly well known that vitamin C is indispensable to health. But, it is probable less well known that taking it excessively may do harm to the human body.

（53）In terms of their incalculable influences on society, television and radio are very much the same.

（55）Because there are striking parallels between the two countries in history, it is possible and rewarding to compare them.

（57）For one thing, Beijing differs from Canberra in that Beijing is populous and crowded while Canberra is just the opposite.

（58）As far as playing rules are concerned, basketball and volleyball share scarcely anything in common.

（60）It is commonly believed that people should know themselves and understand their colleagues in order to establish a good working environment.

（61）Even the best possible graduate needs to continue learning before he or she becomes an educated person.

即使最优秀的毕业生要想成为一个博学的人也要不断地学习。

（62）It is commonly thought that our society had dramatically changed by modern science and technology, and human had made extraordinary progress in knowledge and technology over the recent decades.

人们普遍认为现代科技使我们的社会发生了巨大的变化，近几十年人类在科技方面取得了惊人的进步。

（63）Now people in growing numbers are beginning to believe that learning new skills and knowledge contributes directly to enhancing their job or promotion opportunities.

现在，越来越多的人开始相信学习新的技术和知识能直接帮助他们获得工作或提升的机会。

（64）An investigation shows that many old people express a strong desire to continue studying in university or college.

（65）For the majority of people, reading or learning a new skill has become the focus of their lives and the source of their happiness and contentment after their retirement.

（66）For people who want to adopt a healthy and meaningful life style, it is important to find time to learn certain new knowledge. Just as an old saying goes: it is never too late to learn.

（67）There is a general debate on the campus today over the phenomenon of college or high school students' doing a part- time job.

对于大学生或高中生打工这一现象，校园里进行着广泛的争论。

（68）By taking a major-related part-job, students can not only improve their academic studies, but gain much experience that they will never be able to get from textbooks.

通过做一份和专业相关的业余工作，学生不仅能够提高他们的专业能力，而且能获得从课本上永远得不到的经验。

（69）Although people's lives have dramatically changed over the last decades, it must be admitted that, shortage of funds is still one of the biggest problems that students nowadays have to face because tuition fees and prices of books are soaring day by day.

（70）Consequently, the extra money obtained from part-time jobs will strongly support students to continue their study.

（71）From what has been discussed above, we may easily draw a conclusion that part-time jobs can produce a far-reaching impact on students and will benefit students, their families, and even the society as a whole.

（72）These days, people in growing numbers are beginning to complain that work is more stressful than in the past. Many experts point out that, along with the development of modern society, it is an inevitable result and there is no way to avoid it.

（73）It is widely acknowledged that computer and other machines have become an indispensable part of our society, which make our life and work more comfortable and less laborious.

（74）At the same time, along with the benefits of such machines, employees must study knowledge involved in such machines so that they are able to control them.

（75）No one can deny the basic fact that it is impossible for average workers to master those high- technology easily.

（76）In the second place, there seem to be too many people without jobs and not enough job positions.

（77）Millions of people have to spend more time and energy on studying new skills and technology so that they can keep a favorable position in the job market.

成千上万的人们不得不花费更多的精力和时间学习新的技术和知识，以使自己在就业市场保持优势。

（78）According to a recent survey, a growing number of people express a strong desire to take another job or spend more time on their jobs in order to get more money to support their families.

根据最近的一项调查，越来越多的人表达了想再从事一份工作或通过加班以赚取更多的钱来补贴家用的强烈愿望。

（79）From what has been discussed above, I am fully convinced that the leisure life-style is undergoing a decline with the progress of modern society, and it is not necessary a bad thing.

通过以上的讨论，我完全相信，随着现代社会的进步，悠闲的生活方式正在消失，这并不一定是件坏事。

（80）The problem of international tourism has caused wide public concern over the recent years.

（81）Many people believe that international tourism produces positive effects on economic growth and local government should be encouraged to promote international tourism.

（82）But what these people fail to see is that international tourism may bring about a disastrous impact on our environment and local history.

（83）As for me，I'm firmly convinced that the number of foreign tourists should be limited, for the following reasons:

就我而言，我坚定地认为国外旅游者的数量应得到限制，理由如下：

（84）In addition, in order to attract tourists, a lot of artificial facilities have been built, which have certain unfavorable effects on the environment.

另外，为了吸引旅游者，大量人工设施被修建，这对环境是有一些不利影响的。

（85）For lack of distinct culture, some places will not attract tourists any more. Consequently, the fast rise in the number of foreign tourists may eventually lead to the decline of local tourism.

由于缺乏独特的文化，一些地方不再吸引旅游者了。因此，国外旅游者数量的快速增加可能会最终导致当地旅游业的衰败。

（86）There is a growing tendency for parents to ask their children to accept extra educational programs over the recent years.

近些年，父母要求孩子补习的现象呈增长的势头。

（87）This phenomenon has caused wide public concern in many places of the world.

这一现象在全世界许多地方已引起了广泛关注。

（88）Many parents believe that additional educational activities enjoy obvious advantages. By extra studies, they maintain, their children are able to obtain many kinds of practical skills and useful knowledge, which will put them in a beneficial position in the future job markets when they grow up.

许多家长相信额外的教育活动好处很明显。他们声称，通过补习，孩子可以获得很多实践技能和有用的知识，这些对他们长大后就业是大有好处的。

（89）In the first place, extra studies bring about unhealthy impacts on the physical growth of children. Educational experts point out that, it is important to take some sport activities instead of extra studies when children have spent the whole day in a boring classroom.

首先，额外的学习对孩子们的身体发育是不利的。教育专家指出，孩子们在枯燥的教室里待了一整天后，从事一些体育活动，而不是补习，是非常重要的。

（90）Children are undergoing fast physical development; lack of physical exercise may produce disastrous influence on their later life.

（91）In the second place, from psychological aspect, the majority of children seem to have an unfavorable attitude toward additional educational activities.

（92）It is hard to imagine a student focusing their energy on textbook while other children are playing.

当别的孩子在玩耍的时候，很难想象一个学生能把精力集中在课本上。

（93）Moreover, children will have less time to play and communicate with their peers due to extra studies, consequently, it is difficult to develop and cultivate their character and interpersonal skills. They may become more solitary and even suffer from certain mental illness.

而且，由于要补习，孩子们和小伙伴玩耍和交流的时间变少了，这将很难培养他们的个性和交际能力。他们可能会变得孤僻甚至产生某些心理疾病。

（94）From what has been discussed above, we may safely draw the conclusion that, although extra studies indeed enjoy many obvious advantages, its disadvantages shouldn't be ignored and far outweigh its advantages. It is absurd to force children to take extra studies after school.

（95）Any parents should place considerable emphasis on their children to keep the balance between play and study. As an old saying goes: All work and no play makes Jack a dull boy.

任何家长都应非常重视保持孩子在学习与玩耍之间的平衡，正如那句老话：只工作，不玩耍，聪明的孩子会变傻。

（96）There is a growing tendency for parents these days to stay at home to look after their children instead of returning to work earlier.

现在，父母亲留在家里照顾孩子而不是过早地返回工作岗位的趋势正在增长。

（97）However, this idea is now being questioned by more and more experts, who point out that it is unhealthy for children to always stay with their parents at home.

然而，这一想法正遭受越来越多的专家的质疑，他们指出，孩子总是和父母一起待在家里是不健康的。

（98）Although parent would be able to devote much more time and energy to their children, it must be admitted that, parent has less experience and knowledge about how to educate and supervise children, when compared with professional teachers working in kindergartens or nursery schools.

（99）From what has been discussed above, we may safely draw a conclusion that, although the parents' hope to look after children by themselves is understandable, its disadvantages far outweigh the advantages.

（100）There is no point arguing your case.

（101）There is no predicting what will happen in the future.

（102）They expect there to be more chances for women.

他们希望给妇女更多的机会。

（103）Still, there seems to be little doubt that there will be further development down under. In a city like Tokyo, almost the only space left is underground.

然而，继续向地下发展似乎是毫无疑问的。在像东京这样的大城市里，差不多唯一可利用的空间就是地下了。

（104）All the American parks are kept as natural as possible.

所有的美国公园都尽可能保持天然。

（105）Reading is a pleasure of the mind, which means that it is a little like a sport.

阅读是大脑思维中的一件乐事，这意味着它有点像一种体育运动。

（106）There are all kinds of devices for marking a book intelligently and fruitfully. Here's the way I do it: …

（107）Work is more than a necessity for most human beings; it is the focus of their lives, the source of their identity and creativity.

对多数人而言，工作不只是一种必需的行为；工作是他们生活的中心，是他们的个性与创造力的源泉。

（108）Americans have warmth and friendliness, which is less superficial than many foreigners think.

美国人也有热情友好的一面，这一点并不像许多外国人想象的那样浮于表面。

（109）It was not so much her appearance he liked as her character.

与其说他喜欢她的外表，不如说他喜欢她的性格。

（110）I'll only do it if you promise not to hold me responsible for any consequences.

除非你保证我不承担任何后果，否则我绝不干。

（111）He always loses in an argument whether he is right or wrong.

不管他是对还是错，他总是在辩论中不知所云。

（112）Don't forget that people will judge you by your actions, not your intentions. You may have a heart of gold, but so has a hard-boiled egg.

不要忘了人们是根据你的行为而不是你的意图评判你。你可能有一颗金子般的心，但一只煮熟透了的鸡蛋也有。

（113）Euthanasia has been called“pagan”. One may well ask, which is better-pagan mercifulness, or devout inhumanity?

有人把安乐死称作非基督教行为。人们有理由问，到底是不合基督教而讲仁慈好呢？还是虔诚奉教却不讲人性好呢？

（114）There is no goal that you cannot obtain.

没有人达不到的目的。

（115）The brook kept murmuring all the year round, as if telling a never-ending story of sorrow.

小溪终年不停地流淌，仿佛在述说一个永无休止的悲伤故事。

（116）At the forth grade level，females make up only 24 percent of the illustrations whereas males constitute 76 percent.

在四年级，女性插图只占24％，而男性插图却占76％。

（117）This table provides several important points of comparison between the two countries.

这份表格提供了两国间一些重要方面的比较。

（118）We can safely draw a conclusion from the comparison that the plan put forward by the education delegation is by far the better.

从比较中我们可以很有把握地做出如下结论：由教育代表团提出的方案要好得多。

（119）Students don't like reading novels, much less textbooks.

学生们不喜欢读小说，课本就更不用说了。

（120）Many sociologists point out that rural emigrants are putting pressure on population control and social order, are threatening to take already scarce city jobs, and have worsened traffic and public health problems.

许多社会学家指出，农民工正给人口控制和社会治安带来压力。他们正在威胁着本已萧条的城市工作市场，并恶化了交通和公共卫生状况。

（121）It is suggested that governments ought to make efforts to reduce the increasing gap between cities and countryside. They ought to set aside an appropriate fund to improve peasants' living standard. Also, they ought to invite some experts in agriculture to share their experiences, knowledge and information with peasants, which will contribute directly to the economic growth of rural areas.

（122）In conclusion, we must take into account this problem rationally and place more emphases on peasants' lives. Any government that is blind to this point will pay a heavy price.

（123）Although many experts from universities and institutes consistently maintain that it is an inevitable part of an independent life, parents in growing numbers are starting to realize that people, including teachers and experts in education, should pay considerable attention to this problem.

（124）As for me, it is essential to know, at first, what kind of problems young students would probably encounter on campus.

（125）In addition to the obvious problem—loneliness, another major obstacle, in my opinion, is the alien environment of campus.

除了孤独这一明显的问题之外，我认为另一个主要的困难是对校园环境的不熟悉。

（126）Freshmen often get lost on campus, failing to find the way to the dormitory or the library.

新生常常在校园迷路，不知道去宿舍或图书馆该怎么走。

（127）Most important of all, apart from their hometown and parents, students couldn't catch sight of any familiar faces and have to suffer from homesickness, which can cause certain serious mental diseases.

更重要的是，离开了家乡和父母，学生看不到任何熟悉的面孔，不得不忍受思家之苦，这可能会导致严重的精神疾病。

（128）In the first place, schools should provide far more services to help freshmen to get used to the new life as soon as possible.

首先，学校应提供更多的服务，帮助新生尽快适应新的生活。

（129）The senior and junior students could share their own experience about how to overcome the difficulty they have ever met, how to adjust to the new environment with the new students.

高年级学生可以与新生一起分享他们的经历：如何克服遇到的困难，如何适应新的环境。

（130）At the same time, young people should be encouraged to communicate with their peers and develop their interpersonal skills, which may help them greatly to reduce dependence on their parents and are essential in the maintenance of healthy mental condition.

同时，应该鼓励年轻人和他们的同龄人交往，发展他们的交际能力，这将帮助他们极大地减少对父母的依赖并且保持健康的精神状态。

（131）In conclusion, we must lay emphasis on this problem and make our maximum contribution to help them spend their first day on campus smoothly.

总之，我们应重视这个问题，尽最大努力帮助他们平稳度过最初的校园生活。

（132）There is a general discussion over fashion in recent years. One of the questions under debate is whether a person should choose comfortable clothes, which he or she likes, regardless of fashion.

近年来，关于时尚存在着广泛的争论。其中一个问题就是一个人是否应选择他喜欢的舒适的衣服，而不管是否时尚。

（133）This issue is becoming a matter of concern for more and more people, especially for parents and experts in education.

（134）Many young people always go into raptures at the merely mention of buying fashion clothes. They seem to be attracted by the colorful material and diversified styles of fashion clothes. In fact, fashion clothes had become an indispensable part of their life.

许多年轻人一提到时尚服装就兴高采烈。他们似乎被时尚服装多彩的面料和各种不同的款式所吸引。事实上，时装已成为他们生活中不可或缺的一部分。

（135）Many people seem to overlook the basic fact: the major function of clothing is to keep us warm and comfortable.

许多人似乎忽视了这个基本事实：衣服的基本功能是保持我们温暖和舒适。

（136）Furthermore, people who addict to fashion clothes have to spend more time going shopping and pay more attention to the impression they make on others. As a result, it is impossible to devote enough time and energy in their study and work.

而且，沉湎于时装的人们不得不花费更多的时间逛商店，更加注意自己给别人的印象。因此，他们不可能有足够的时间用于学习或工作。

（137）No one can doubt the essential fact that the traffic problem over the last years has caused wide public concern all over the world. Experts in increasing numbers are beginning to believe that such situation would produce unfavorable effects on economic growth of local areas.

没有人能否认这一重要事实：最近几年交通问题在全世界受到了普遍关注。越来越多的专家开始相信这种状况将对当地的经济发展产生不利影响。

（138）There are several reasons for this problem. One of the main reasons is that the number of vehicles is increasing much more rapidly than the building of roads. Another primary reason is that there seem to be too many private cars and not enough public buses.

这个问题是由多种原因引起的。一个主要原因是车辆增加的数量远快于道路建设的速度。另一个主要原因是私家车过多而公交车不够。

（139）Meanwhile, the numbers of people, who have access to their own cars, have risen sharply in the recent years.

（140）Moreover, many people, including drivers and cyclists, do not obey the traffic rules properly, especially at busy intersections. And this undoubtedly worsens the already grave situation.

而且，许多人，包括司机和骑自行车的人，不能很好地遵守交通规则，特别是在繁忙的十字路口，这无疑使本已严重的状况雪上加霜。

（141）When asked what kind of school they are willing to send their children to attend, many parents say they would choose a boarding school rather than a day school for their children.

当问到愿意将孩子送到哪种学校的时候，许多父母认为他们会选择寄宿学校而不是全日制学校。

（142）Many surveys show that people in increasing numbers are beginning to recognize that boarding schools provide better environment and facilities for children.

许多调查显示，越来越多的人开始意识到寄宿学校能给他们的孩子提供较好的学习环境和设施。

（143）At the same time, there are still many people who live under the traditional ideas that day schools play an extremely important role in children's study.
