本书有如下几个显著特点：


第一，围绕课标，紧扣考纲。
 本书从内容到形式均符合现行的课程标准和初中毕业生统一学业考试的基本要求，并有适当的拓展与提高，力求角度新颖，思维独特，培养学生分析问题及解决问题的能力。


第二，题材新颖，体裁多样。
 本书所选篇章内容涉及学生生活、家庭教育、科普知识、体育娱乐、历史文化、旅游出行、人物传记等多个方面，所涉题材广泛，内容丰富。我们在广泛取材、精挑细选的基础上为考生提供了100篇优秀文章，配以贴近真题标准的试题，供广大考生实战练习。


第三，难度适中，梯度呈现。
 全书共分为四个板块：首字母填空题高分秘诀、基础训练篇（30篇）、巩固提高篇（30篇）、实战演练篇（40篇），书后还配有参考答案及解析，既注重方法指导，又注重实战训练，难度逐步提升、循序渐进。可供考生在不同阶段训练、复习、检测使用。


第四，收录真题，详解详析。
 本书收录了历年上海市初中毕业生统一学业考试英语试卷真题和不同层次的区域性统测试卷，具有典型性和代表性。真题往往只提供试题的正确答案，并不提供详细的解答过程。为了帮助考生更有效地使用好真题，发挥真题应有的功用，我们特邀请名校名师对试题进行深入研究、精准分析。每篇文章后面还配有重点词汇及长难句解析，可以帮助考生扫清阅读障碍，夯实阅读基础。

第一部分　首字母填空题高分秘诀

首字母填空题是近几年上海市中考英语试卷的重要题型之一，该题型有较好的信度和效度，能很好地拉开考生间的分差，提高区分度。

该题型难度较大，失分现象普遍。要做好此类题目，我们除了要有扎实的语言基础，具备综合运用所学英语知识的能力以及一定的语篇分析、推理判断能力之外，还应熟悉各种体裁、题材的文章，具有一定的语感和快速阅读能力。更重要的是，我们必须熟悉首字母填空的命题思路、掌握解题技巧，同时要通过一定量的专题训练与总结反思，提高解题的正确率。


【命题规律】


从近几年的考题来看，首字母填空题在中考英语阅读题中为一篇短文，设7个空格，共计14分。要求考生在充分理解短文的基础上将单词拼写出来，既要使单词形式合理，符合语法规范，符合短文内容需要，又要根据每个空格的首字母，使所填词语必须是以该字母开头的单词。可见，在首字母填空题中，所给出的词首字母同时起着提示和限定的作用。

首字母填空题所考查的单词涉及的词性范围较广，有动词、名词（含代词）、形容词、副词和代词这几大词类以及其他词组搭配的用法等。其中，动词应考虑到谓语动词的时态和语态、非谓语动词的用法、及物动词与不及物动词的差异等；名词应考虑到数的差异，所有格、人称代词的格；代词应考虑到照应问题；形容词和副词要考虑到比较级的不同，等等。同时，考生在填写答案时也需要考虑句法中的主谓一致、句子成分等因素。

首字母填空题的短文体裁众多，有记叙文、说明文、议论文等，内容丰富广泛，与现代生活联系紧密，不仅考查我们在词汇、语法等方面的基础知识，还考查我们的理解、推导、分析等综合能力，以及对社会生活的观察与关注。


【解题方法】


首字母填空题在解题时可按以下步骤和方法进行。


（1）　通读全文，了解大意


通读全文时，跳过空格快速阅读全文，弄清文章的基本含义。先快速阅读全文，以便对文章的整体结构和中心思想有个初步的了解。这样做有利于进一步把握全文所讲内容、篇章结构、时态语态的变化，为后面的答题创造条件。通读时宜粗、直、快，切忌看一句做一句，看一空填一空，断章取义，这会进入答题误区： 即使所填答案符合单句要求，也未必符合全文的要求。通读的目的仅在于掌握大意，切不可把宝贵的时间浪费在对个别字句的推敲上。测试题主要是基于短文内容和上下文联系制作的，我们一定要克服拿到短文就急于做题这种不良阅读习惯，而是应以很快的速度浏览全文，借助预测、逻辑连接词和表达中心思想的主题句来把握通篇脉络，以便在解答具体空格时迅速确定正确单词。


（2）　重视首句，把握关键


首字母填空题所用的短文一般不给标题，但短文的首句通常用以点明短文的性质，如叙事、议论等，这是探索短文全貌的“窗口”，做题时可以以首句的时态、语态为立足点进行思考，判断文章的体裁，推测全文的大意及主题。做题时应该重视首句的启示作用。


（3）　上下理解，逐步解题


解题时要遵循忠于全文大意和主题这一原则，联系上下文展开逻辑推理分析，要迅速找出那些在短文中起重要作用的关键词，了解所挖空格的特定语境及语篇中的内在关系。

在解题过程中，应遵循“先易后难”的原则，遇到个别难词不易判断时，可先跳过去，去解决那些靠上下文能确定的、比较直接明确的词汇，随着下文的展开和短文的深入，或许在前面难以判断的单词，下文就有暗示，甚至有明确的表示。因此，在试填答案时，应特别注意联系前后句，充分利用上下文为确定答案提供的有用信息。


（4）　仔细推敲，确保准确


试填答案后，除了确保词义符合上下文的内容需要外，我们还应从词法、句法、惯用法等方面考虑答案的准确性，再从语法的角度对答案进行验证，如动词要考虑时态、语态，名词要考虑单数、复数的问题，人称等有关的词形变化等。


（5）　重读全文，验证答案


在将全部空格补全以后，一定要根据填好的答案重读全文，看短文是否流畅，前后是否矛盾，语法结构是否无误。如果发现哪些地方读起来不流畅，就要进行仔细推敲、验证。

总之，做首字母填空题要注意整体性原则，强调对短文整体的理解，我们要善于运用上下文和句意的关系较快地判断出正确的单词。就内容而言，首字母填空题的短文又有前因后果、地点、时间、人物等要素。因此我们需要增加阅读量和速度，提高理解能力；学好语法规则以提高英语词汇的灵活应用能力；掌握基础词汇及其搭配短语，熟悉构词法，增加词性或词义转换的知识，并尽量扩大词汇量，同时要注重综合运用各种知识及文化素养，尤其是对英、美文化历史背景知识的熟悉与掌握。

最后需注意的是，做好首字母填空题并非一日之功，不仅需要我们有扎实的语言基本功与严密的逻辑推理能力，还需要加强阅读训练，掌握正确的解题方法和技巧，只有这样，才能在考试时得心应手，考出好成绩。我们要从平日学习中做起，多积累，勤学苦练，方可成功！

All of the prizes are handed out in Stockholm except for the Peace Prize, which is presented in Oslo.

Each person who r　5　
 a Nobel Prize is given a cash prize, a medal and a special paper which explains the prize the person won. The amount of money that each person receives is calculated from the interest earned from all of Mr　Nobel's money which is still in the bank. This interest is divided e　6　
 among the five prize winners in physics, medicine, chemistry, literature and peace. The Central Bank of Sweden then pays an equal amount to the winner of the prize in economics.

The most Nobel Prizes awarded to one person or group have gone to the International Committee of the Red Cross. This o　7　
 has received three Peace Prizes.

 was the Dust Bowl, which caused the depression. One that o　4　
 near Tucson, Arizona, on July 16, 1971, was extensively documented by meteorologists. Deforestation and excessive cultivation of farmland can cause a sandstorm p　5　
 . Over-grazing and excessive use of water resources can also cause sandstorms. In order to p　6　
 themselves from sandstorms, some people wear protective goggles and suits. Ballet dancing is known for its grace and elegance, as ballerinas seem to glide （滑行）
 across the stage almost effortlessly （不费力地）.
