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前言

听力在大学英语六级考试中扮演着日益重要的角色，为了适应新的形势下社会对大学生英语听力能力需求的变化，进一步提高听力测试的效果，2015年12月全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会发布了自2016年6月考试起将对六级考试的听力试题作局部调整的消息，调整后听力部分的分值仍占总分的35%，考试时间为30分钟。听力部分得分的高低，在很大程度上决定了六级考试的成败。由于没有语言环境，加之平时缺乏练习，所以听力成了很多考生的弱项。听力水平的提高非一日之功，一方面要多听英美原声材料，熟悉语音、语调，培养语感；另一方面要多记词汇和常用语，了解英美文化背景知识。此外，考生还要掌握六级听力的特点，做到心中有数，这样才能在听力考试中游刃有余。针对以上几点，编者从考生备考实际出发，为六级考生量身打造了这本适合备考新题型听力的强化训练习题集。本书分为两个部分：


一、听力攻略


听力攻略共分两节。在第一节中，本书从解读2015年12月六级题型调整说明入手，介绍了调整后听力部分的测试内容、测试题型、题量和分值比例，让考生对调整后的听力题型有一个全面、清晰的了解。接下来，对大纲中听力部分考核要求进行了解读，让考生清楚地了解自己的备考方向。在第二节中，本书对听力部分三种题型的特点进行了分析，并总结高分技巧，让考生有的放矢、高效备考。


二、听力强化


听力强化部分包含12套模拟题，为考生考前模拟提供丰富的练习素材。在选材方面，本书选取英美文化、社会、历史、经济、科技等多个领域的文章，让考生对英美文化背景知识有更多的了解。在命题方面，编者精研全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会发布的六级听力考试新题型样题，在难易度和设题形式方面力求高度模拟标准样题。在试题解析中，本书不但提供了听力原文和答案解析，还附有答案速查，方便考生自测。

除以上提及的内容外，本书附录还收录了六级常考词组、听力场景词汇表达和常用地名表，希望能够对考生答题起到一定的帮助。另外，全书配套音频由专业外教朗读，发音清晰地道，语速标准，音频录音和实考流程完全一致，因此，本书是考生备考六级新题型听力的绝佳资料。

由于时间仓促，本书错误之处在所难免，如有不妥之处，还请各位读者多多指正，以便我们不断改善。

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第一部分 听力攻略

第一节 题型介绍

2015年12月，全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会发布了英语六级考试听力试题调整的说明。调整后六级听力部分占比仍然为35%，考试时间仍然为30分钟，调整后的六级听力试卷的测试内容、测试题型、题量和分值比例如下表所示：


1 题型介绍
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此次听力试题调整包括：


1. 取消短对话

2. 取消短文听写

3. 听力篇章调整为2篇（原3篇）

4. 新增讲座/讲话（3篇）

5. 长对话设题调整为8题（原7题）

此次六级听力试题调整幅度比较大，删除了考生比较容易得分的短对话和相对不容易得分的复合式听写，同时减少了听力篇章的数量，增加了全新的讲座或讲话题型，并且新增题型占比20%，无疑提高了整个六级听力考试的难度，考生需要多加备考，以防在听力上过多失分。


2 考核要求



1. 听力题型解读


听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读，语速六级约每分钟150词。听力部分分值比例为35%，考试时间30分钟。

长对话有2篇，采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。每篇对话朗读一遍，每篇设置若干个问题，2篇长对话共设置8题，每个问题后留有13~15秒的答题时间。

听力篇章有2篇，采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。每篇短文朗读一遍，每篇设置3~4个问题，2篇共设置7题，每个问题后留有13~15秒的答题时间。

新增讲座/讲话有3篇，采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。每篇讲座/讲话朗读一遍，每篇设置3~4个问题，3篇共设置10题，每个问题后留有13~15秒的答题时间。


2. 听力考核的语言技能及要求


听力理解部分考核学生获取口头信息的能力，包括理解主旨大意、重要事实和细节、隐含意义，判断话语的交际功能、说话人的观点和态度等。听力理解部分考核的技能是：


A.理解中心思想和重要细节


1） 理解中心思想

2） 听懂重要的或特定的细节

3） 判断说话人的观点、态度等


B. 理解隐含的意思


4） 推断隐含的意义

5） 判断话语的交际功能


C. 借助语言特征理解听力材料


6） 辨别语音特征，如从连续的话语中辨别语音、理解重音和语音语调等

7） 理解句间关系，如比较、原因、结果、程度、目的等

大学英语六级考试听力理解部分要求考生达到《教学要求》中的较高要求，即“能基本听懂英语国家人士的谈话和讲座，能听懂题材熟悉、篇幅较长的国内英语广播或电视节目，语速为每分钟150词左右，能掌握其中心大意，抓住要点和相关细节。能基本听懂外国专家用英语讲授的专业课程”。


第二节 题型分析及高分技巧


1 长对话



1. 题型分析


长对话通常是以一男一女对话的形式出现。一般要进行8个回合左右的对话，信息量比较大，但从内容上看难度不大。长对话的话题可能涉及许多方面，常见的场景有职场面试和演播室访谈。长对话的常见题型通常包括主题概括题、事实细节题、态度评价题和推断归纳题。长对话回合数多、题目多的特点使出题位置的定位显得相对重要。长对话常见的出题位置如下：


① 开头和结尾


长对话的开头和结尾处通常容易设题，在对话的开头处，通常会介绍主旨或场景等信息，在对话结尾处谈话人常常会重申或总结自己的观点。


② 对话问答处


一问一答通常是长对话展开的主要方式，因此对话问答处也常常成为长对话的出题点。


③ 转折关系处


长对话在行文过程中，通常会在转折关系处设题。因此，如果听到but、however、yet、although等转折连词时要格外留意，这些地方可能成为出题点。


④ 因果关系处


因果关系处也常常成为长对话的设题点，因果关系词较容易分辨，通常是because或者so。


⑤ 重要细节处


长对话中涉及细节的地方很多，但是并非每处细节都会成为考点。长对话常考的细节题主要集中在人物观点处、强调重复处、数字信息处和比较级/最高级处。


2.高分技巧



高分技巧一：主题原则（前二后二回合必出， 一问一答为一回合）


主题句常常在对话的开头，对整篇对话的大意起到概括和提示的作用，实际上是说话人所谈论的中心话题；长对话的第一题很可能针对对话的开头提问。

结尾处往往涉及建议、决定或某种行为等，它对整个对话起到一个总结的作用。长对话的最后一题经常针对对话的结尾设题，故留意结尾回合中的关键动词就成了解题的关键。


高分技巧二：提问常出（听见什么选什么）


长对话由对话双方的多轮问答构成， 因而对话中的提问处就成了出题重点， 文章结束后的问题往往就是对话原文中问题的复现或同义转述，因此听清对话中紧接问题之后的答语基本可做对七成以上的题，如果不追求满分，考场上完全可以遵循“听见什么选什么”，尤其是在题多量大、时间短的情况下。


高分技巧三：重复点常出题


对话的核心内容理应会得到说话人的强调，最为有效的强调方式莫过于重复，而且重复的词语往往能够揭示对话的主题。因此对那些对话双方多次提到的词语或内容应进行重点记忆。


高分技巧四：同义复现必出


正确选项往往与原文相似，或是原文的同义表达，因此应注意提取选项中的关键点，在听音时留意其是否与原文同义并加以记录。


高分技巧五：留意数字、人名、地名、时间、年代等相关信息


遇到数字、人名、地名、时间、年代时要对此类信息做简要记录，尤其是选项中出现类似的概念时，在听音时更应重点留意。


高分技巧六：原因、转折必考


原因和转折处是反应对话重要信息的地方，理清因果关系和转折关系才能彻底听懂对话内容，这也正是听力常考之处，因此听音时应格外注意。


高分技巧七：建议句型必考


建议句型也是提示重要信息的地方，建议表示一种可能会被采纳的具体措施，也是听力出题常考之处。


2 听力篇章和讲座/讲话



1. 题型分析


听力篇章和新增的讲座/讲话虽然在长度、难度、选材上略有区别，但实质上都是短文理解题，这类题目与对话相比，信息量大、篇幅长、句子复杂。以上这些因素从客观上决定了听力篇章和新增的讲座/讲话相对较难，但是即便如此，我们也不必谈其色变。这类听力试题还是有一定规律可循的：

在选文体裁方面，听力篇章以说明文和记叙文为主，鲜有议论文；讲座/讲话以学术类讲座、一般性访谈为主。在题目类型方面，这两种题型主要设置事实细节题、主旨概括题和推断归纳题这三种考查方式。在出题位置方面，这两种题型除了在开头和结尾处、逻辑关系处、重要细节处设题外，受行文结构的影响，部分题目还可能出现在句式语法处、排比列举处等。


2. 高分技巧



高分技巧一：解题步骤


首先，浏览已知选项，推断问题的内容和文章大意。在播放听力文章之前，我们可以利用播放题目要求和其他弹性时间浏览各小题选项，推断文章的体裁和大致内容，为播放听力时充分获取信息做好准备。另外，也可据此推断问题的类型，甚至内容，以便听音时更有针对性。

其次，手眼脑并用，记录关键信息。播放录音期间要听记兼顾，以听为主。一篇听力文章就是一个信息群，完全靠大脑记忆所有的信息往往是很困难的。因此我们应该把获取的主要信息有选择性地记录下来（特别是一些关键细节），为做出正确选择做好准备。需要特别注意的是，“听”是第一位的，千万不要因为记录前面的信息而漏听后面的信息。

再次，针对不同题型采取相应的解题技巧。在播放问题时，我们要综合利用各种解题技巧做出正确选择。

最后，认真检查核对，尤其应注意含有否定词的题目，不允许任何由于疏忽造成的失分。


高分技巧二：常考题材


① 学校题材

重点：学校的地理位置、资金来源、校园环境、师生情况、课程情况、图书馆、课外活动、学校特色

② 机构介绍（协会，图书馆等）

重点：地点、规模、制度、专业、特色

③ 社会热点

重点：轰动效应、背景（产生的原因）、大众观点、专家的态度、讲话者的立场

④ 灾难题（毒品、爆炸、车祸等）

重点：问题类型、起因、危害、解决方法（尤其是科学家、研究人员提出的事实、观点、方法、结论）

⑤ 新闻题

重点：when, where, who, why, what (which), how

⑥ 人物题

重点：生卒年月、出生地、成就（贡献）、坎坷遭遇、结局

⑦ 科普题（生态环境、新能源等）

重点：物体特征、形成原因、分类、最新研究发现和初步结论

⑧ 故事

重点：主人公遭遇、变故、主人公做的决定、结局


高分技巧三：8大解题原则


① 听即原则：所听即所得，听到什么就选什么

② 重读原则：当某个单词或短语被反复读到或在语音上加以重读时，应引起重视，如果选项中出现则很可能就是答案

③ 顺序原则：除了部分说明文外，出题顺序一般与行文顺序相同

④主题原则：主题一般出现在听力的头尾部分，所以要集中精力听清前三句话和最后两句话

⑤ 原因原则：凡出现表示原因、目的的地方，就很有可能是考点，如because, so, as等词前后要着重听

⑥ 转折原则：凡出现表示转折关系的连词如but, however, yet等，后面的句子往往是考点，要引起重视

⑦ 光明原则：事情一般都是朝好的方向发展，主人公一般大难不死，事情总是绝处逢生

⑧ 偏怪小原则：一般故事总是稀奇古怪的，经过总是曲折离奇的，结局总是出人意料的。宗旨就是意料之外、情理之中。

Section B

Passage One

We're going to start our discussion of poetry in Western Europe with The Iliad and The Odyssey. (10) These two great poems are believed to have been written sometime between 800BC and 700BC,
 partly because the poems refer to the social conditions of that time, conditions that have been validated by the findings of archeologists. But just who was the poet who laid down these cornerstones of western literature? Tradition ascribes them to a man named Homer, but we know virtually nothing about this Homer. In fact, some say that such a poet never existed at all, that neither The Iliad nor The Odyssey was written by a single poet, but rather each poem is composed of the writings of several people. This is the view of a school of literary critics in the 18th century known as the Analysts. The Analysts pointed to internal evidence such as variations in the literary devices used in the poem to argue that each work was in fact a collection of several poems by several Greek authors. Opposing the Analysts were a second group of scholars called the Unitarian. (11) They insisted that The Iliad and The Odyssey could have been the work of a single poetic genius.
 To support their argument, they stress among other things the consistency of the character portrayed in the poetry. This wouldn't have been possible, they said, if they were written by many different poets. (12) Now how we look at the Homeric question today has been greatly influenced by someone named Milman Parry, an American scholar who first presented his ideas about Homer in the 1930s.
 So let's take a look at Parry's research.

12. Why does the professor talk about Milman Parry?

D)。短文中提到，我们现今如何看待荷马问题深受一个叫米尔曼·帕里的学者的影响，他在20世纪30年代首次提出对于荷马的观点。因此，这也是教授谈论他的原因，故选D。

Organizations like the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund expect the international economy to perform better this year than in 2013. They also expect economic conditions to improve the next year.

Yet one United Nations agency worries that (13) economic progress is not creating enough jobs for the millions of people seeking employment.
 The U.N.'s International Labor Organization (ILO) is saying current economic growth has not helped the world's unemployed.

The ILO released a report on employment this week. Guy Ryder of Britain is the Director General of the agency. He says the unemployment numbers for 2013 represent an increase from the year before. That means new jobs created by economy growth are not keeping up with the number of people entering the job market. "The bottom line figure for 2013 is that there are nearly 202 million people around the world unemployed, and that represents an increase of nearly five million on the previous year," said Ryder. The ILO says (14) much of the increase came from East and South Asia—they were responsible for nearly half of the additional job seekers, and many others came from sub-Saharan Africa and Europe.


One question is whether the current period of economic growth is leading to job creation. The ILO says, based on current information, the world will have 18 million more jobless individuals by 2018, many of these are young people between the ages of 15 and 24. Guy Ryder says youth unemployment is a major concern. "(15) Young people are the particular victims of unemployment:
 74.5 million of the unemployed, aged between 15 and 24, that is one million more than the year before," said Ryder. The ILO says youth unemployment worldwide is over 13 percent.

One

Good morning, class. Today we are going to start a big unit on government. Before the rise of the nation-state and absolute monarchies, Europe went through a period known as feudalism. Like our concept of democracy, feudalism had many forms and varied by location and time period.

Let's see, feudalism originated by mixing Roman law with Germanic tradition. The Germanic warriors that lived about 3,000 years ago had a tradition of electing a supreme warrior as leader. After battles, he would collect all of the spoils and distribute them fairly among all the warriors. (16) The term feudalism is defined by three principle terms: They are lords, vassals, and fiefs.


(17) Okay, a lord, in feudalism, is a person that owns land
 . He temporarily gives this land to another person, called a vassal. The vassal enters this contract so he may gain the land. Land sizes varied, from the size of a small farm, to huge counties. The vassal gained the revenues generated by the land, usually in the form of farming products.

What did the lord get? At this time, there were no standing armies. There were no professional soldiers. The vassal swore allegiance to the lord. (18) In times of trouble, the lord could call upon the vassal to fight for the lord. This guaranteed the security of the lord.


Other details were often included in feudal deals. For example, since the lord still owned the land and merely lent the land to the vassal, the lord still had to maintain the land and defend it. The vassal, many times, would be required to grind his wheat and bake his bread in the ovens and mills owned by the lord, who then could collect taxes.

Umm, oh, yes, the vassals also acted as counselors to the lord. (18) During times of crisis, the lords would often hold meetings, calling together all the vassals to help them decide major decisions, such as to go to war or not.


Ah, lastly, feudalism had many levels. What I mean is, a king could be a lord, giving aristocrats large lands, who then became his vassals. Those aristocrats were lords themselves, dividing up their land to lesser vassals. (19) The top of this hierarchy was the emperor, who was the lord to his vassal kings.


Feudalism declined when lords became strong enough to maintain a standing army and did not require the services of their vassals.

Predicting the future is always risky. But it's probably safe to say that at least a few historians will one day speak of the 20th century as America's "Disney era". (23) Today, it's certainly difficult to think of any other single thing that represents modern America as powerfully as the company that created Mickey Mouse.
 Globally, brands like Coca-Cola and McDonalds may be more widely-known, but neither represents 20th-century America in quite the same way as Disney.

The reasons for Disney's success are varied and numerous, but ultimately the credit belongs to one person—the man who created the cartoon and built the company from nothing, Walt Disney. Ironically, he could not draw particularly well. But he was a genius in plenty of other respects. In business, his greatest skills were his insight and his management ability. (24) But what really distinguished Disney was his ability to identify with his audiences
 . Disney always made sure his films championed the "little guy", and made him feel proud to be American. This was achieved by creating characters that reflected the hopes and fears of ordinary people.

Demand for meat, milk and eggs is growing around the world. (9) To meet that demand, the way these products are produced is changing.
 The change is from small farms to large industrial operations. This has already happened in the United States. But not everyone is happy with the change. As a result, there is also a growing demand for products growing locally on small farms.

James Lame stopped raising hogs in a small building and built two industrial-scale hog barns. Each of them holds 1,500 hogs. Nearly all pigs are raised this way in the United States now. (10) They had better consistency, better pork quality, and better genetics.


The government says the efficiency of large-scale production in a controlled environment has helped reduce the price of a pork chop by nearly 20 percent since 1998. These efficient and intensive production methods are being used around the world and many experts say that it is a good thing as the demand for meat grows. But livestock expert Carolyn Opio points out that the land, water and feed required to produce it are limited. If we are to produce within the constraints that we are facing today, efficiency is key. But the results of the efficiency are not always necessarily good. (11) The waste from thousands of confined animals can pollute waterways, and produce greenhouse gases.
 And some health experts are concerned about the antibiotics and other chemicals being put in the animal's feed. Others criticize the conditions in which the animals are kept.

(12) So today a growing number of people are returning to small-scale farming.
 The hogs eat damaged apples and old pumpkins, this reduces food waste, but this kind of farming also means higher prices. It would just involve people making the choice to buy this kind of food.

Let's turn our focus now to advertising. We all know what an advertisement is. It's essentially a message that announces something for sale. Now (13) there is an important precondition that must exist before you have advertising, and that's a large supply of consumer goods, that is, things to sell.
 You see in a place where the demand for a product is greater than the supply, there is no need to advertise.

(14) Now the earliest forms of advertising going back many hundreds of years with a simple sign over shop doors that told you whether the shop was a bakery, a butcher shop or what have you. Then with the advent of printing press, advertising increased substantially.
 Ads for products like coffee, tea and chocolate appeared in newspapers and other periodicals, as well as on the sides of building.

In the American colonies, advertising and communications media like newspapers and pamphlets became a major factor in marketing goods and services. By modern standards, these early advertisements were quite small and subdued, not as splashy, whole page spread of today. Still some of them appeared on the front pages of newspapers (15) probably because the news often consisted of less than fresh reports from distant Europe while the ads were current and local.


Advertising really came and became an essential part of doing business during the industrial revolution. Suddenly there was a much greater supply of things to sell. And as we said earlier, that is the driving force behind advertising. People's attention had to be drawn to the new product. Let's take a look at some of the advertisements from that time.

Today, we're going to talk about Amazon River. You probably learned in middle school that the Nile River is the longest river in the world and it's the cradle of civilization. (16) But, more impressive, is the Amazon River, the second longest river in the world.
 As you know, I have spent a lot of time working along both of these rivers, doing research, filming, and sometimes just relaxing. If you ever get a chance to visit one of these rivers, go for it. However, if you have to choose between visiting the Amazon and visiting the Nile, then you should definitely visit the Amazon. In my opinion, it's way more interesting than the Nile!  Many of the trees are 150 feet tall, with canopies exceeding 80 feet. Some scientists believe this canopy alone may contain half of the world's species!

Among these species is the harpy eagle, which has a six or seven-foot wingspan and is perhaps the most powerful bird in the world. It's big enough to carry a full-grown monkey and then eat it. (20) Cosmetic or plastic surgery often evokes images of famous personalities wanting to alter their appearances through elective surgical procedures.
 However, reconstructive surgery is a procedure that makes a similar, but different impact on the lives of many around the world, and many of these patients suffer from either congenital defects like a natural defect or from injuries sustained in accidents or as a result of animal bites. Some defects can also be due to the effects of disease or infection. Yet, the individual with such defects often bares more than just outward physical marks: loss of hope and self-worth as well as acceptance is commonplace.

In the past, such procedures were only available in developed countries where the medical expertise and financial resources were available to afford such operations. However, a number of worldwide organizations made up of volunteers make regular visits to developing countries to provide reconstructive surgery to those who could not otherwise receive such care. (21) In addition to the care they provide, these volunteer specialists also provide training to health care workers in these procedures so that local hospitals, nurses, and doctors can become self-sufficient.


The end results of such efforts have transformed lives: the patient now can live with hope for the future and with less fear of being ostracized by neighbors and family, and (22) the health care worker who performs the procedure perhaps feels a greater understanding and compassion for those who suffer from such defects.


There are many ways for people to assist in supporting these volunteer efforts. Although most people do not have the medical expertise to perform reconstructive surgery, they can still donate time, money, and supplies to such organizations. A quick search on the Internet can get you started.

The "standard of living" of any country means the average person's share of the goods and services which the country produces. (23) A country's standard of living, therefore, depends first and foremost on its capacity to produce wealth.
 "Wealth" in this sense is not money, for we do not live on money but on things that money can buy: "goods" such as food and clothing, and "services" such as transport and entertainment.

A country's capacity to produce wealth depends upon many factors, most of which have an effect on one another. Wealth depends to a great extent upon a country's natural resources, such as coal, gold, and other minerals, water supply and so on. Some regions of the world are well supplied with coal and minerals, and have a fertile soil and a favorable climate; other regions possess none of them.

Next to natural resources comes the ability to turn them to use. (24)Some countries are perhaps well off in natural resources, but have suffered for many years from civil and external wars, and for this and other reasons have been unable to develop their resources. Sound and stable political conditions, and freedom from foreign invasion, enable a country to develop its natural resources peacefully and steadily, and to produce more wealth than another country equally well served by nature but less well ordered.
 Another important factor is the technical efficiency of a country's people. Industrialized countries that have trained numerous skilled workers and technicians are better placed to produce wealth than countries whose workers are largely unskilled.

A country's standard of living does not only depend upon the wealth that is produced and consumed within its own borders, but also upon what is indirectly produced through international trade. For example, Britain's wealth in foodstuffs and other agricultural products would be much less if it had to depend only on those grown at home. (25) Trade makes it possible for its surplus manufactured goods to be traded abroad for the agricultural products that would otherwise be lacking.
 A country's wealth is, therefore, much influenced by its manufacturing capacity, provided that other countries can be found ready to accept its manufactures.

(9) Children with autism have difficulty with social skills and communication. They often behave in restricted and repetitive ways and have what seem to be like abnormally interests.


(12) Autism is more common in boys than girls. What causes it is not clear.
 Scientists are studying genes and possible environmental influences.

Doctors usually cannot confirm a diagnosis of autism until a child is about three years old. Rebecca Landa is a researcher at the Kennedy Krieger Institute and Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine in Maryland. Professor Landa wanted to find out what differences in development might be seen earlier. She led a new study that observed 235 babies between 6 and 36 months of age. By the time a baby is one year old, signs of possible autism include difficulty in using words and not looking eye-to-eye or reacting to other people. By 14 months, the baby might smile less and use language less. (10) However, Professor Landa says these signs can be so small that they might be missed during a short health exam.


"It's important for parents to notice their children's development, and if a parent is concerned about a child's development, turn to the professionals. The earlier parents notice delays, the sooner they can begin doing simple things that may help improve their child's development. (11) For example: talking to the child about what they are doing, commenting when the child shows them something, and playing simple games to keep the child's attention." she says.

Not every service or product meets your satisfaction. When you are dissatisfied, you should voice your dissatisfaction. One reason for doing so is to help the vendor know there is a problem. The problem may have been created at a lower level in the vendor's company, and the vendor himself may know nothing about it at all. You help him when you bring weaknesses or failures to his attention.

(13) A second reason for writing a letter of complaint to a vendor is to seek compensation.
 You may not wish to pursue the matter so far as to take legal action, but you may wish to give the vendor the opportunity of making good. (14) Most vendors value their business and reputation, and they may actively replace defective goods or refund money when necessary.

Moderator: Hello, Ladies and Gentleman, it gives me great pleasure to introduce our keynote speaker for today's session, Dr. Howard Miller. (16) Dr. Miller, Professor of Sociology at Washington University, has written numerous articles and books on the issues facing older Americans in our graying society for the past 15 years.
 Dr. Miller.

Dr. Miller: Thank you for that introduction. Today, I'd like to preface my remarks with a story from my own life which I feel highlights the common concerns that bring us here together. Several years ago when my grandparents were well into their eighties, they were faced with the reality of no longer being able to adequately care for themselves. (17) My grandfather spoke of his greatest fear, that of leaving the only home they had known for the past 60 years.
 Fighting back the tears, he spoke proudly of the fact that he had built their home from the ground up, and that he had pounded every nail and laid every brick in the process. The prospect of having to sell their home and give up their independence, and move into a retirement home was an extremely painful experience for them. It was, in my grandfather's own words, like having a limb cut off. He exclaimed in a forceful manner that he felt he wasn't important anymore.

For them and some older Americans, (18) their so-called "golden years" are at times not so pleasant, for this period can mean the decline of not only one's health but the loss of identity and self-worth.
 In many societies, this self-identity is closely related with our social status, occupation, material possessions, or independence. Furthermore, we often live in societies that value what is "new" or in fashion, and our own usage of words in the English language is often a sign of bad news for older Americans. I mean how would your family react if you came home tonight exclaiming, "Hey, come to the living room and see the OLD black and white TV I brought!" Unfortunately, the word "old" calls to mind images of the need to replace or discard.

Now, many of the lectures given at this conference have focused on the issues of pension reform, medical care, and the development of public facilities for senior citizens. And while these are vital issues that must be addressed, (19) I'd like to focus my comments on an important issue that will affect the overall success of the other programs mentioned. This has to do with changing our perspectives on what it means to be a part of this group, and finding meaningful roles the elderly can play and should play in our societies.

The 2010 Global Hunger Index report was released today by the International Food Policy Research Institute (IFPRI). (20) It notes that, in recent years, experts have come to the conclusion that undernourishment between conception and a child's second birthday can have serious and long-lasting impacts.


Undernourishment during this approximately 1,000-day window can seriously check the growth and development of children and render them more likely to get sick and die than well-fed children. (20) Preventing hunger allows children to develop both physically and mentally.


Says IFPRI's Marie Ruel, "They will be more likely to perform well in school. They will stay in school longer. (21) And then at adulthood, IFPRI has actually demonstrated that children who were better nourished have higher wages,
 by a pretty large margin, by 46 percent."

Ruel says that means the productivity of a nation's future generations depends in a large part on the first 1,000 days of life.

"This is why we're all on board in focusing on those thousand days to improve nutrition. After that, the damage is done and is highly irreversible."

The data on nutrition and childhood development has been slowly coming together for decades. But Ruel says scientific consensus alone will not solve the problem.

"It's not enough that nutritionists know you have to intervene then, if we don't have the politicians on board, and also the... people that implement the programs in the field."

Ruel says there are encouraging signs that politicians and implementers are beginning to get on board. Many major donors and the United Nations are targeting hunger-relief programs at pregnant women and young children. They focus on improving diets or providing micro-food supplements. They improve access to pre-birth care and encourage exclusive breastfeeding for the first six months of a child's life.

(22) Ruel says in the 1980s Thailand was able to reduce child undernourishment by recruiting a large number of volunteers to travel the countryside teaching about health and nutrition.


"They really did very active promotion of diversity in the diet and good eating habits. So they were providing more food to people, but also educating people on how to use them, and also educating people on how to feed their young children."

Ruel says countries may take different approaches to reducing child undernutrition. But she says nations will not make progress fighting hunger and poverty until they begin to focus on those critical first thousand days.

I'd like to look at a vital aspect of e-commerce, and that is the nature of the product or service. There are certain products and services that are very suitable for selling online, and others that simply don't work.

(23) Suitable products generally have a high value-to-weight ratio.
 Items such as CDs and DVDs are obvious examples. Books, although heavier and so more expensive to post, still have a high enough value-to-weight ratio, as the success of Amazon, which started off selling only books, shows. Laptop computers are another good product for selling online.

Digital products, such as software, films and music, can be sold in a purely virtual environment. The goods are paid for by online transactions, and then downloaded onto the buyer's computer. There are no postage or delivery costs, so prices can be kept low.

Many successful virtual companies provide digital services, such as financial transactions, in the case of Paypal, or means of communication, as Skype does. The key to success here is providing an easy-to-use, reliable service. Do this and you can easily become the market leader, as Skype has proved.

Products which are potentially embarrassing to buy also do well in the virtual environment. Some of the most profitable e-commerce companies are those selling sex-related products or services. For a similar reason, online gambling is highly popular.

(24) Products which are usually considered unsuitable for selling online include those that have a taste or smell component.

Teachers say the digital age has had a good influence—and a not-so-good influence—on this generation of American teenagers. More than 2,000 middle and high school teachers took an online survey. Researchers also spoke with teachers in focus groups. (9) Three-quarters of the teachers said the Internet and digital search tools have had a positive effect on their students' research habits and skills.
 But 87 percent agreed that these technologies are creating an "easily distracted generation with short attention spans." And 64 percent said the technologies "do more to distract students than to help them academically." Many students think "doing research" now means just doing a quick search on Google.

Judy Buchanan is deputy director of the National Writing Project and a co-author of the report. She says, "Teachers really like these tools because they are ways to make some of learning exciting and engaging. (10) Young people love these tools, which can help them become creators of content, and not just sort of consumers."


(11) But one problem the survey found is that many students are lacking in digital literacy. In other words, they trust too much of the information they find on the Internet.
 Judy Buchanan says these students have not developed the skills they need to judge the quality of online information. Another problem is blamed on something that might not seem like a problem at all: being able to quickly find information online. (12) Teachers say the result is a reduction of the desire and ability of their students to work hard to find answers.
 They say students are overly dependent on search engines and do not make enough use of printed books or research librarians.

Many teachers are also concerned that the Internet makes it easy for students to copy work done by others instead of using their own abilities.

(13) When Alex Godson started his first unpaid internship in Brussels, Belgium, home of the EU's many political institutions, he believed a full-time position was within his grasp.
 But it took him another three years of low-paid traineeships until he got his master's degree from Manchester University. He was then offered a permanent job at the European Movement International, a lobby group.

His experience is not unique, as nearly a quarter of all under-25s, more than 19 million people, in the EU are jobless, according to the latest statistics. In Spain and Greece, which have been hardest hit by the recession, youth unemployment now exceeds 50 percent. In Sweden, under-25s account for 38 percent of those in unemployment, and they are taking to the streets in protest.

With fears of a "lost generation" rising, EU leaders met to discuss the details of an action plan to tackle youth unemployment. They agreed to spend 6 billion euros on creating jobs and traineeships, The Guardian reported.

But economists have warned that throwing money at the problem will not necessarily accelerate its resolution. (14) Instead, they stress that the key is economic growth.
 "It's not possible to create jobs in a recessionary environment—you need growth to pick up," Carsten Brzeski, from the international banking company ING, told Reuters.

 Polar bears are also strong swimmers. They have large front paws that amazingly allow them to swim a few hundred kilometers from land.

 That ice I just mentioned to you is now disappearing! It breaks up much earlier in the spring, and now it's a lot further from land! Polar bears do their hunting in the winter, but because the winter is getting shorter and because the ice is disappearing earlier, they have less time to restore their fat. Thirty years ago, they spent just over three months on land. Now it's almost four months! This reduces their strength and energy. With less ice, polar bears must swim further to reach it. (10) The first prediction model looks along earthquake faults, those cracks in the Earth's crust, to find what are known as seismic gaps.
 Seismic gaps are places where the fault has shown little or no seismic activity for a long time. This theory postulates that such places are due for a major shock.

The second model relies on phenomena—like ground tilt. (11) Using long cylindrical tubes containing water, observers noted that ground tilt tended to occur before major earthquakes. That led them to correctly predict the big Haicheng (HI CHUNG) quake of 1975—the first successful earthquake prediction scientists have ever made.
 A million people were evacuated from that Chinese city before the earthquake struck. Unfortunately, this method hasn't worked consistently, so we can't say it's been perfected.

The third model is based on the theory that major earthquakes closely follow a series of minor ones. Starting with the measurements and timing of the smaller quakes, a complex formula calculates the "times of increased probability" of a much larger quake. Right now, this method, like the first method, cannot predict specific time and places, but that may change as it is further developed.

Passage Two

Patients with HIV often develop shortages of vitamins in the body. Researchers examined whether giving these patients a multivitamin with a mineral supplement helps to improve the body's natural defenses in fighting disease.

For 30 years, AIDS has been a major health problem in some African countries south of the Sahara Desert. (13) In Botswana, one of every four adults is infected with HIV. Yet the country also has aggressive AIDS prevention campaigns.
 That is why Professor Marianna Baum decided to carry out her research on HIV and vitamins there.

Professor Baum studied almost 900 newly infected adults in Botswana who had not yet been given anti-AIDS drugs that target HIV. The adults were divided into groups. Each group got different combinations of vitamins B, C, E, and the mineral selenium, or a placebo.

Most patients with HIV do not have enough vitamins. (14) Professor Baum says she thought the multivitamins by themselves or the mineral selenium by itself would help strengthen the immune system. She was wrong.


(14) "We were surprised to find that only the combination was effective."


Studies show that when people with HIV begin taking anti-retroviral drugs shortly after infection, they can stay healthy and are less likely to pass the virus to their sexual partners. But many patients do not have enough money to pay for treatment.

Professor Baum says the vitamin and mineral therapy combination should help people in low-income countries better control the virus.

"A simple multivitamin supplementation with selenium provided early in HIV disease can actually slow the HIV disease progression, and it should be provided very early in HIV infection."

(15) She says the vitamin therapy should not replace anti-retroviral drugs, but it can help people who cannot get those medicines.

One

Today, class, I am going to speak to you about the Industrial Revolution. The term “industrial revolution” refers to the technological, social, economic, and cultural changes that occurred in England in the late eighteenth century. This change eventually spread around the world, creating many big cities. (16) Before the Industrial Revolution, the production and harvesting of products was completed through manual labor. The Industrial Revolution replaced this manpower with machine power.


One of the first, and perhaps most important, developments of the Industrial Revolution was the steam engine. This advance in transportation allowed for the faster delivery of manufactured goods. However, the steam engine wasn't only used for transportation but instead for the construction of machine engines that made faster production possible. For example, before the Industrial Revolution, most tasks were done by either wind or water power or by the strength of man or horse. But, in 1698, a man by the name of Thomas Savery constructed the first steam-powered engine in London. (17) Thomas Savery, an engineer and inventor, patented a machine that could effectively draw water from flooded mines using steam pressure.


The development of the steam engine caused a host of other changes technologically, socially, and economically within British culture. Steam engine technology led to the development of factories, where products were turned out in the hundreds or even thousands. The factory industry eventually gave rise to what we now know as the modern city. (18) Manchester, for example, due to its cotton mills, became known as Cottonopolis because there were so many factories producing textiles.
 However, these early cities were not as clean or well kept as the ones we are familiar with today. Along with the growth of industry came the increase of sometimes hard or dirty living conditions. Children were forced to work long hours in factories until the Factory Act of 1833 came into effect, which stated that children under nine were not allowed to work and children over nine were not to work at night or for more than twelve-hour shifts. (19) Trade unions were also born out of the Industrial Revolution, giving workers rights and freedoms that they had not had in the past.


Before the Industrial Revolution, working conditions for British workers was not favorable. Men, women, and children worked long hours for little money. The poor conditions of the working class caused many educated British historians and authors to write manifestos expressing great sorrow for the working class. And even those that were not British, such as Friedrich Engels, a German political philosopher, used England as a model for change when he wrote The Condition of the Working Class in England in 1844. Within this text, Engels spoke of the Industrial Revolution and how it was to change the whole fabric of society.

There are many superstitions in Britain, but one of the most widely held is that it is unlucky to walk under a ladder even if it means stepping off the pavement into a busy street. (20) If you must pass under a ladder you can avoid bad luck by crossing your fingers and keeping them crossed until you have seen a dog.
 Alternatively, you may lick your finger and make a cross on the toe of your shoe, and not look again at the shoe until the mark has dried.

Another common superstition is that it is unlucky to open an umbrella in the house. It will either bring misfortune to the person who opened it or to the whole household. Anyone opening an umbrella in fine weather is unpopular, as it inevitably brings rain.

The number 13 is said to be unlucky for some, and when the 13th day of the month falls on a Friday, anyone wishing to avoid a bad event had better stay indoors. The worst misfortune that can happen to a person is caused by breaking a mirror, as it brings seven years of bad luck. (21) The superstition is supposed to have originated in ancient times, when mirrors were considered to be tools of the gods.


(22) Black cats are generally considered lucky in Britain, even though they are associated with witchcraft. It is especially lucky if a black cat crosses your path although in America the exact opposite belief prevails.


Finally, a commonly held superstition is that of touching wood for luck. This measure is most often taken if you think you have said something that is taking a risk, such as “my car has never broken down, touch wood?”

It's no secret that any type of tobacco use is not healthy. But, for most people, it's hard to quit. That's because most of them started the habit as teenagers and because tobacco contains nicotine.

"Nicotine is a highly addictive, very powerful drug; teens are likely to use more than one form of tobacco. It could be cigarettes, small cigars, smokeless tobacco. And teens who smoke are likely to use electronic cigarettes, which also deliver nicotine. (23) The more nicotine that you get, the more addicted you are, the more difficult it is for you to quit." said Dr. Kimberly Horn.


There is no one technique for quitting that works for everyone. Some turn to e-cigarettes for help. Cici is hoping electronic cigarettes can help her kick the habit. She said, "After many years of smoking. I really don't like the smell of smoke. I don't like the taste it leaves in my mouth. And I don't like the fact that other people are going to be bothered by the tobacco smoke."

Studies show electronic devices can work for some people, but not for others. Behavioral therapy and medicine, gum and nicotine patches that reduce nicotine cravings might help.

Dr. Nancy and other researchers designed a program to help smokers quit while they were in the hospital and stay smoke free after they were discharged. (24) Patients were given a nicotine patch and advice in the hospital, with follow-up support after they left.
 "We know that medication works and that advice works, but they both together work much better than either one alone," Nancy said. Seventy percent of smokers in that program were still smoke-free six months after leaving the hospital.

The U.S. government and private organizations have been running anti-smoking campaigns since 1964. (25) A study from the Yale School of Public Health found that those who quit during this time period had a 30-percent improvement in the expectation of life.

Passage One

(9) There are three main elements that combine to create either a positive or negative experience for listeners. They can result in a voice that is pleasing to listen to and can be used effectively. Or they can create a voice that doesn't hold attention, or even worse, causes an adverse reaction. The three elements are volume, pitch, and pace.
 When evaluating volume, keep in mind that a good speaker will adjust to the size of both the room and the audience. Of course, with an amplifying device like a microphone, the speaker can use a natural tone. (10) But speakers should not be dependent on microphones; a good speaker can speak loudly without shouting.
 The second element, pitch, is related to the highness or lowness of the sounds. High pitches are, for most people, more difficult to listen to, so in general speakers should use the lower registers of their voice. During a presentation, it's important to vary pitch to some extent in order to maintain interest. The third element, pace, that is how fast or slow words and sounds are articulated, should also be varied. A slower pace can be used to emphasize important points. Note that the time spent not speaking can be meaningful, too. (11) Pauses ought to be used to signal transitions or create anticipation.
 Because a pause gives the listeners time to think about what was just said or even to predict what might come next, it can be very effective when moving from one topic to another. On the way home from his job at a bakery in Wainscott, New York, one August evening, Craig Schum, 33, stopped his car at the East Hampton Airport. A group was protesting airplane noise, and (13) Schum, who had kicked off his shoes, got out of the car.


(13) Within seconds, though, Schum saw something astonishing: A small plane dived and crashed into the woods about 100 yards from the runway.

Okay, everyone, today I'm going to tell you about the development of the American educational system. The first American schools opened during the Colonial Era. As the colonies began to develop, many began to establish education schemes. In 1642, the Massachusetts Bay Colony made "proper" education compulsory. Similar laws were accepted in other colonies in the 1640s and 1650s. Almost all of the schools that opened as a result of this were private. (23) Most of the universities which appeared between 1640 and 1750 form the Ivy League, including Harvard, Yale, Columbia, Brown, Princeton, the University of Pennsylvania, and several others.
 After the revolution, an even heavier emphasis was put on education. This made the United States have one of the highest literacy rates of the time.

 These early efforts focused mainly on elementary education.

The common-school movement began to catch on. By 1900, 31 states required 8-to-14-year-olds to attend school. In 1918, every state required students to complete elementary school. Lessons consisted of students reading aloud from their texts, such as the McGuffery Readers, and emphasis was placed on rote memorization. Teachers often used physical punishments for incorrect answers.

Secondary education progressed much more slowly, remaining the province of the rich and domain of private tutors. In 1870, only 2% of 14-to-17-year-olds graduated from high school. (25) It was obvious that the introduction of strict child labor laws and growing acceptance of higher education in general in the early 20th century caused the number of high school graduates to rise quickly.

The killers of a Venezuelan soap opera star and former beauty queen are among seven suspects who have been arrested, Venezuela's interior minister said. The shooting deaths of actress Monica Spear and her ex-husband, Thomas Henry Berry, have stimulated the public to turn up the pressure on the government to act on Venezuela's high crime rates. (9) The victims' 5-year-old daughter witnessed the roadside shooting and suffered a gunshot wound herself but survived.
 No one has been charged, but officials say there is evidence linking the group of suspected gang members to the double murder.

"It's terrible that this happened, and society has to react," Venezuelan President Nicolas Maduro said. (10) Four men, a woman and two minors with ties to the crime have been arrested. Four other suspects remain on the loose, including the man believed to have the murder weapon
 , said Jose Gregorio Sierralta, director of the Corps of Scientific, Penal and Criminal Investigations. "We've managed to arrest and totally break up this dangerous gang," he said. (11) A key piece of evidence helped authorities identify who was behind the deadly shooting, Sierralta said, Spear's digital camera.
 Investigators found the camera in the home of one of the suspects, he said.

(12) Sierralta stressed that we cannot distance ourselves from this reality. We must reflect on each case as parents, as professionals.

Many economists say U.S. growth will accelerate a bit soon, which will likely make it easier for other nations to sell their products in the world's biggest economy. (13) Surging energy production is cutting costs and spurring U.S. economic growth, but rising interest rates are acting as brakes on expansion.
 Some shops are busier, because the United States and other wealthy nations are shaking off the recession and making more economic contribution.

Key sectors of the U.S. economy, like housing, are strongly influenced by interest rates. Lower rates make it easier for families to borrow the money to buy homes and businesses to get the equipment they need to expand. (14) With that in mind, the U.S. central bank has been endeavoring to stimulate the economy by cutting interest rates. Part of that effort involves buying tens of billions of dollars of securities each month, a program that is being reduced or "tapered."
 If the stimulus continues for too long, it might spark inflation, which could hurt the economy.

A surge in U.S. energy production will help overcome the impact of rising interest rates. Oil industry experts say growing use of hydraulic fracturing or "fracking" has sharply increased U.S. production of oil and natural gas. The wider use of fracking is boosting U.S. oil production, cutting the cost of crude oil imports, and leaving people with more money to consume. (15) Critics say burning more fossil fuels may increase climate change and voice concerns about the impact of fracking on the environment and public health.


Industry spokesmen say the practice is safe, but opponents say some gas wells that use fracking technology have polluted nearby water wells, and they urge more scientific study.

Talk Show Host: Good evening and welcome to tonight's program. (17) And small steps, little by little, are the key.
 For example, planning to learn five new vocabulary words a day and to learn to use them actively is far better than learning 30 and forgetting them the next day. (18) And people often have different ways of learning and approach learning tasks differently. Some people are visual learners who prefer to see models of the patterns they are expected to learn; others are auditory learners who favor hearing instructions, for example, over reading them. Now, our preferences are determined by many factors, for example, personality, culture, and past experience. For me, I'm a very tactile learner. It might seem a little unusual, but moving around while trying to learn and memorize material helps me a great deal. While I cut up tomatoes and onions for my omelet in the morning, I might recite aloud vocabulary to the rhythm of the knife. Scientists have long held that there are differences between men's and women's brains. The Tel Aviv team wanted to find out if those differences are significant enough to create two distinctly different types of brain, just as there are distinctly male and female reproductive organs.

"To answer this question, we looked at over 1,400 brains from different samples," said Daphna Joel, who heads the psychobiology program at Tel Aviv University. "In each sample, we determined the regions showing the largest differences, and then we asked whether these differences can make sure the subject is on the female end or on the male end, and what we found is that this is very rare."

One of the most popular myths about the United States (9) in the nineteenth century was that of the free and simple life of the farmer.
 It was said that farmers worked hard on their own land to produce whatever their families needed. They might sometimes trade with neighbors; but in general they could get along just fine by relying on themselves, not on commercial ties with others.

This is how Thomas Jefferson idealized the farmer at the beginning of the nineteenth century, and, at that time, this may have been close to the truth—especially on the frontier.

(10) But by mid-century, sweeping changes in agriculture were well under way—as farmers began to specialize in the raising of crops such as cotton or corn or wheat. By late in the century, revolutionary advances in farm machinery had vastly increased production of specialized crops.
 And the extensive network of railroads had linked farmers throughout the country to markets in the East and even overseas. By raising and selling specialized crops, farmers could afford more and finer goods and achieve a much higher standard of living—but at a price.

(11) Now, farmers were no longer dependent just on the weather and their own efforts. Their lives were increasingly controlled by banks, which had power to grant or deny loans for new machinery, and by the railroads, which set the rates for shipping their crops to market.
 As businessmen, farmers now had to worry about national economic depressions and the influence of world supply and demand on, for example, the price of wheat in Kansas. (12) And so, by the end of the nineteenth century, the era of Jefferson's independent farmer had come to a close.

Passage Two

The Old Canada Road is a long-lost trail between the Canadian province of Quebec and Maine, in the northeast corner of the United States. Yes, it really was lost, (13) and finding it again was a complex process that involved state-of-the-art technology.


How the location of the road was pinpointed was very interesting, and I'll return to it as soon as I've given you a little background information. The road was begun in 1817, a few years before Maine even became a state. (14) At the time, Quebec was a major market for livestock, crops, and fish, so a road to Quebec was seen by officials in Maine as necessary for trade.


For about 20 years, (15) the movement of people and goods was mostly from Maine to Quebec, but then the trend reversed as thousands of Canadians immigrated to Maine to escape poor crops, lack of jobs, and the threat of disease.
 I think it was a cholera epidemic. Besides these negative reasons, major building projects in Maine also made the state very attractive for the Canadians who needed work. I should stress, though, that immigration during that period went in both directions. In fact, the flow of people and goods went completely unhindered.

There wasn't even a border post until around 1850. The people of the time saw Maine and Quebec as a single region, mainly because of the strong French influence, which is still evident in Maine today. Eventually, the road fell into disuse as a major railway was completed; finally, people simply forgot about it and that's how it came to be lost. This brings me back to the original topic.

Today we are going to talk about the controls of an airplane. Umm, but as you know, I like to talk a bit about the history of things. People generally credit the Wright brothers for having accomplished the first manned flight of an airplane. (16) Their work is very astonishing when you consider they had to do all their own research and there were few precedents for them to look to. Even something as simple as controlling the airplane had to be imagined, tested, developed, and perfected.


Over the past 100 years, the technology of airplanes has changed, but the controls are still similar. (17) You see, an airplane has three axes.
 Each axis has its own set of fins built into the aircraft's wings. When a pilot moves the fins in the air stream, they react with the air pressure to turn the aircraft.

(18) There are three basic turns of today's airplane. A turn in the lateral axis can make the plane move up or down. A turn in the vertical axis can make the plane left or right. The third axis is the longitudinal axis. This turns the plane spin or roll.
 For the first two types of turns, the fins turn in the direction of the desired turn. For a spin, the fins turn in opposite directions.

To make a turn on the lateral or vertical axis, a pilot needs only to turn the fins in the direction of the desired turn. For example, if the pilot wants to turn left, he would turn the vertical axis left. The air stream that flows around the aircraft would change, and the aircraft would turn left.

(19) To achieve a spin, the fins go in opposite directions.
 For example, to spin clockwise, the right fin would turn down, so the right side of the aircraft drops. The left fin would turn right, so that the left side of the aircraft would rise. (19) With one side rising and one side dropping, the aircraft then would perform a spin or roll.

Ever lose your ability to taste during a cold, because your nose is stuffed up? That's because the nose is intimately involved with taste. When you chew, flavor compounds from the food may enter the back of your mouth. And when you breathe out, you carry some of those flavor compounds up into your nasal cavity.

"As children we basically learn, the first lesson of table manners is to keep the mouth closed while chewing, and you also want to breathe smoothly." Randy, a mechanical engineer at Penn State said, (20) "I think this is not only because it's polite, but also because you can smell the food much better if you can breathe smoothly."
 Smell contributes to taste by this "backdoor". And it turns out our airways are particularly tuned to enhance that effect.

Randy and his colleagues 3D-printed a model of a woman's airway. To track airflow, they mixed water with special particles and pumped it through the model, filming the results. (21) They found that when you breathe in, that inward airflow actually forms a curtain at the back of your mouth, blocking food particles from getting into the lungs, which is a good thing. And when you breathe out, air swirls through that cavity in the back of the mouth, sweeping up those particles and delivering them right to the nasal cavity, where you can smell them.


There is a way to destroy this well-tuned system: the effect's ruined if you're really huffing and puffing. Meaning if you're wolfing down your food, gasping for air, that breathing actually delivers more of those food molecules into your lungs and fewer into the nasal cavity. In other words, your mother was right all along: (22) keep your mouth shut and don't wolf down your food. It'll cut the chances of choking, and enhance the taste of the meal.

Good computer skills are desirable in today's digital age, and playing computer games can help children improve those skills—as long as they don't overdo it, scientists warn.

(23) The British study involved 600 teenagers over a period of two years and found that those who played computer games less than once a week achieved better grades at school than ones who played them twice a day or more often. The study also found that daily use of social media did not affect school performance.
 "It was clear that social media didn't have any impact. (24) I think that's more because social media is part and parcel of every child's life. It's the way they communicate. It's the way they keep in touch with their friends." the researchers said.


Parents increasingly complain of having difficulty getting their children away from computer games. Some even seek help for their teenagers who they say are addicted to them.

(23) The study did not look into addiction,
 but suggested computer games can cause children to stay up late in the evenings, making them tired and less able to focus at school the next day.

Mark Starkey, the longtime owner of the Heart of Gaming computer game outlet in London, said there is also the difference between older games and the new ones. "The ability to make games a lot more bigger, a lot more detailed, a lot more intricate is here now. (25) It is going to hold their attention longer.
 It is going to hold it a lot longer, because there is always wanting to progress through the story line—Oh my god, I have to see what happens next, etc. Whereas, again, (25) the old games challenge more your hand-eye coordination, your speed, your timing, your reactions, rather than perhaps your imagination."


The games industry has long claimed there is no proven link between games and addiction. But the new study says additional research is needed to establish the effect of prolific computer game-playing on performance at school.

Paul Leonard Newman was born in Cleveland, Ohio in 1925. His father, Arthur Newman, ran a successful sporting goods store. (9) His mother, Theresa Newman, loved the theater. She influenced her son Paul to act in school plays.


Arthur Newman did not think that acting was a promising job. But, he agreed to support his son for a year while Paul worked with small theater companies.

Paul Newman's first movie, "The Silver Chalice", came out in 1954. He later said that it was the worst movie ever made. Critics agreed. But his 1956 movie, "Somebody Up There Likes Me", was a success that brought him more public attention.

Newman starred in over sixty-five movies during his more than fifty-year career. In his career, Newman was nominated for ten Academy Awards.

Paul Newman was not only a movie star. (10) He was also a political activist who fought for liberal causes.
 In 1968, he ran for the Democratic Party presidential candidate against Eugene McCarthy. Newman protested the Vietnam War in front of the American Embassy in London. He expressed great pride that he was named on President Richard Nixon's list of enemies.

Moderator: Good evening. Everyone ready? Okay. Tonight we will discuss some of the details of the modern printing process. Let's welcome Professor Lee.

Professor Lee: Good evening. Thank you for inviting me here. Tonight I will begin with the changes in the printing process introduced in the 19th century. First of all, we should know the first step a 19th-century printer had to do in order to print something. (16) Okay, the first step in the 19th-century printing process was to create the typeset.
 Let me explain. By the 19th century, printers began using what we now call the hot metal typeset. Hot metal typesetting is a method, um, of creating a relief printing surface by injecting a molten metal alloy into a matrix. You may ask, "What's an alloy?" Hmm. An alloy is simply a mixture of metals to create a new metal. Anyways, this alloy was typically an alloy of lead, tin, and a small amount of antimony. It was pioneered by the companies Monotype and Linotype in the late 19th century, and their typesetting machines dominated the industry for the 20th century. Remember, computers weren't commonplace in the printing industry until the 1980s. Anyways, moving along, the Linotype machine uses a 90-character keyboard to create an entire line of metal type at once. This allows much faster printing than with the Gutenburg-style system, um, in which operators placed down one letter at a time. (17) The machine revolutionized newspaper publishing, making it possible for a relatively small number of operators to set type for many pages on a daily basis.


Moderator: You mean this was the first new printing process since Gutenburg?

Professor Lee: Correct. Let me explain how it works. This new process was produced by Ottmar Mergenthaler in 1886. His Linotype machine was 2.1 meters tall. First of all, a typesetter would put the letter molds to be used to form a line on a page. Once an entire line of molds was assembled, the machine poured molten type metal into the stacked-up molds. This produced a complete line of type in reverse, so it would read properly when used to transfer ink onto paper. The lines of type were then assembled by hand into a page. (18) But the most difficult process was punch cutting. The cutting of letter punches was a highly-skilled craft requiring much patience and practice.
 This was almost never done with cutting tools, so they used what is called a counterpunch, which is a type of punch used in the cutting of other punches. I hope I didn't confuse anyone. Does everyone get this?

 Vitamin D comes from the sun and from some foods like nuts, lentils and fatty fish. Researchers have found that low levels of vitamin D could be related to dementia and Alzheimer's disease, one of the most common forms of dementia. The researchers found that about 60 percent of the group was low in vitamin D. Those who had dementia also had lower vitamin D status than those who had mild cognitive impairment or who had normal cognitive functioning.

(21) Those low in vitamin D showed more short-term memory loss, as well as less ability to organize thoughts and make decisions.
 They were declining about two-and-a-half times faster than those who had adequate vitamin D.

While this study shows that vitamin D seems to play a role in slowing the onset of dementia, more studies are needed to see if vitamin D supplements can help slow this decline.

Aristotle, the Greek philosopher, summed up the four chief qualities of money some 2,000 years ago. (22) It must be lasting and easy to recognize, to divide, and to carry about.
 When we think of money today, we picture it either as round, flat pieces of metal which we call coins, or as printed paper notes. But there are still parts of the world today where coins and notes are of no use. They will buy nothing, and a traveler might starve if he had none of the particular local "money" to exchange for food.

Among isolated people, who are not often reached by traders from outside, commerce usually means barter. There is a direct exchange of goods. (23) For this kind of simple trading, money is not needed,
 but there is often something that everyone wants and everybody can use, such as salt to flavor food, shells for ornaments, or iron and copper to make into tools and vessels.

These things—salt, shells or metals—are still used as money in out-of-the-way parts of the world today.

(24) Salt may seem rather a strange substance to use as money, but in countries where the food of the people is mainly vegetable, it is often an absolute necessity.
 Sea shells have been used as money at some time or another over the greater part of the Old World. These were collected mainly from the beaches of the Maldive Islands in the Indian Ocean, and were traded to India and China. In Africa, cowries were traded right across the continent from East to West.

Metal, valued by weight, preceded coins in many parts of the world. Iron, in lumps, bars or rings, is still used in many countries instead of money. It can either be exchanged for goods, or made into tools, weapons or ornaments. (25) The early money of China, apart from shell, was of bronze, often in flat, round pieces with a hole in the middle, called "cash".
 The earliest of these are between 3,000 and 4,000 years old—older than the earliest coins of the eastern Mediterranean.

Nowadays, coins and notes have replaced nearly all the more picturesque forms of money, and although in one or two of the more remote countries people still hold it for future use on ceremonial occasions such as weddings and funerals, examples of primitive money will soon be found only in museums.

Jessica: Good morning, class. Today we have Professor Wilson here to tell us something about free trade.

Professor Wilson: Well, free trade means no tariffs and no quotas between countries that trade goods with one another. But, it's not only a free flow of goods. It also means the free flow of services between nations. It's a system that allows people to buy and sell whatever they desire with whomever they desire. (16) Advocates argue that total free trade will result in a net gain in wealth for both trading partners.
 Some of the characteristics of free trade are... uh, let me list them for you. First, the absence of tariffs, which are taxes on imported goods and services. Second is the absence of quotas and other trade barriers. Third, the free flow of labor between two trading partners. Fourth, the free flow of capital between the two trading partners. Now having said all this, keep in mind that free trade is a relatively loose term that means different things to different people. For instance, it can be any combination of these characteristics I just mentioned to you, and, typically, it's never completely 100% free. When you have a free trade agreement between two countries, there are usually some protective policies in place.

Protectionism, on the other hand, means government restraint on trade between two nations. (17) Protective trade or protective tariffs are a nation's efforts to prevent its own people from trading.
 Such protective measures include tariffs on imported goods and services, restrictive quotas on imported goods and services, government regulations which discourage imports, anti-dumping laws, and subsidies for local producers.

There are a number of advantages to free trade. (18) Perhaps the most important advantage of free trade is that it lowers the costs of goods and services.
 This is possible for a number of reasons. For example, production can take place in nations where labor and other operating costs are lower. Despite its apparent advantages, there are a number of critics of free trade. Many people prefer protectionism. And, as I mentioned a moment ago, in the real world, even when we have free trade or a free trade agreement, there's still some protectionism. Protectionists feel it's better for local consumers to pay higher prices and thereby maintain quality jobs. (19) So, protectionism protects businesses, jobs, and wages,
 but it also means higher prices.

Mr. Park: Thank you. It's my pleasure to be here to talk with teenagers dreaming of being a star. I'd like to start today's lecture from the methods of auditioning performing artists. Okay. What's an audition, you may ask? Well, (16) an audition is a sample performance by an actor, singer, musician, dancer, or other performing artist. It is used in the casting process to demonstrate the level and range of a performer's talent and functions as a, well, let's put it this way, a job interview for the performing arts.
 A typical audition involves the performer displaying his talent through a previously memorized and rehearsed solo piece. One example would be a monologue used for actors. For instance, an actor auditioning for Hamlet would have a dramatic Shakespearean monologue ready and not perform a monologue from an Oscar Wilde comedy or a contemporary playwright.

(17) But for the most part, the most important method of auditioning an actor is through the use of the monologue.
 A monologue is a, um, speech made by one person speaking his or her thoughts aloud or directly addressing a reader, audience, or character. It is a common feature in drama. Monologues are also a feature of opera, recital, or other sung section may carry out a function similar to that of spoken monologues in the theater. Also, comic monologues have become a standard element of entertainment routines on stage and television.

Well, there's more to this than just doing a monologue. Some auditions involve cold reading or performing from a script that the actor is not familiar with. (18) Sight-reading is a much-needed requirement in drama, where it is often used in conjunction with improvisations to judge a performer's ability to perform new works.
 It is particularly useful during auditions. A good drama sight reader is able to communicate with fluency and clarity and to project speech rhythms and rhymes well. He or she should also be able to bring out the intent, mood, and characterization of a piece through appropriate articulation and body language.

Why do actors have to go through all of this anyways, you may ask? Well, in the performing arts, casting is a vital pre-production process for selecting a cast of actors, dancers, singers, models, and other talents for a live or recorded performance. It typically involves a series of auditions before a casting panel, composed of individuals such as the producer, director, and choreographer.

(19) In the early stages of the process, candidate performers often may present, um, prepared audition pieces such as monologues or songs.
 Later stages may involve groups of candidates, um, attempting material from the work under consideration in various combinations. The casting panel considers both the talent of the individual actors and the chemistry of their combination.

It is often said mathematics is a foundation of learning. Communications, computer science, the arts, the Internet, space exploration all are based on underlying mathematical concepts. In its most recent international survey, the Program for International Student Assessment (PISA) ranked the United States in 27th place for student performance in math. What are the causes and what is being done about it?

The impact of climate change is so great that it could undermine the last 50 years of gains in global health, according to the Lancet Commission report.

Weather extremes made worse by climate change are potentially destructive and unacceptable, says Commission's project leader Nicolas Watts.

Increasingly, it's just hotter, which can be deadly. An extreme heat wave in 2003 left 70,000 people dead across Europe. And those sorts of events are expected to increase in intensity and severity as time goes on.

Among its recommendations, the Commission supports a phase-out of coal power plants, expansion of renewable energy, investment in health systems and a commitment to a strong global climate treaty. (25) Watts says public health is at the core of a new global agreement.


"Most of what you want to do to respond to climate change is good for public health, and it is actually a much brighter future." Watts says health care professionals can be advocates in the battle against climate change, he says what is good for the planet is good for patient care.

The voice heard in the video belongs to mathematics teacher Jake Scott. Most of the performers are his students. (13) Watching videos is not part of their daily routine but it is one of the essential course materials in Scott's classes at Montgomery Blair High School in a Washington suburb.


(13) "I use rap because it is something that appeals to the students, also because music aids with memory," Scott explains.
 "So, if I can come up with rap and organize it and present it to the students, then that's helping the students to memorize it."

Scott started using rap videos three years ago. So far he has produced nine, including YouTube favorites "Triangle Experts" and "Quadratic Formulatic," which have been viewed tens of thousands of times. "It is fun and the whole process is something that students appreciate," Scott says.

In recent years, Scott has made a special effort to help students from other countries. (14) "When they come here, their language skills are not up to par. So they are often times placed on a remedial level which is very low. Some of the students get discouraged and drop out," he states. "So I decide to focus on this group of students because many of those students are very capable."


Scott was recognized as an outstanding educator last year by the Montgomery County Council. He was also honored as 2011 teacher of the year by an African-American civil rights organization. (15) Jake Scott says he wants mathematics to be something that students look forward to learning.

Moderator: Good morning, class. Today Professor Liu will give us a lecture about earthquakes. Welcome.

Professor Liu: Thank you. As you know, some earthquakes are not powerful enough to be felt on the Earth's surface while in others, people can, indeed, feel the earth shaking. And of course, there might be violent movement, often with catastrophic results. What we feel during an earthquake or huge explosion are a series of waves called seismic waves.

In an earthquake, you might initially feel some minor trembling, then perhaps violent shaking, and then some more tremors. (16) The reason why you feel these different types of movement is because there are different kinds of seismic waves.
 There are two major types of seismic waves: body waves and surface waves.

The waves that you feel first are body waves. These mainly travel deep through the Earth's interior rather than at the surface. Some of them travel very fast, and that's why you feel them first. (17) But because they travel deep inside the Earth, they're felt only as tremors.
 There are two types of body waves. The first type of body wave is the P wave or primary wave. It's the fastest kind of seismic wave. These waves can move through any type of material, including rock and fluids. Because of this and because of their speed, these waves are the first to reach the Earth's surface. You likely won't even hear or feel these waves, but animals may hear them. They're not strong enough to cause significant damage. The other type of body wave is the S wave or secondary wave. Because S waves travel at half the speed of P waves, you won't feel them in the beginning.

Unlike body waves, surface waves move at or near the Earth's surface. These waves are similar to ripples on water. (18) They are usually the most destructive type of seismic wave because of their lower frequency, larger amplitude, and longer duration.
 There are two types of surface waves. The first kind of surface wave is called a love wave. It's the fastest surface wave. The other kind of surface wave is the Rayleigh wave. It rolls along the ground just like a wave rolls across a lake or an ocean. As a result, it moves the ground up and down and side to side in the same direction that the wave is moving. (19) Most of the shaking felt from an earthquake is due to the Rayleigh wave, which can be much larger than the other waves.
 They are slower than body waves, and sometimes cars might appear to be moving up and down with these waves.

The theme song to Friends, a 1990s American situation comedy about a bunch of best mates. Two of the characters were related, but if they've been real life friends, the rest of them could have been as biologically close as cousins. Researchers from the University of California have analyzed gene variation in around 2,000 people, comparing pairs of unrelated friends with pairs of unrelated strangers. (21) They found that the friends had about 0.1% more DNA in common on average than strangers did.
 It's a small fraction that makes a big difference.

It's sort of like their family members. And in fact the number of genes they share in common is so large. And that is almost that they share a common ancestor. It's like their fourth cousins.

(22) The friends were most alike when it came to their sense of smell, but the study suggests that we could be attracted to people with similar traits because it helps us to survive.


If you are the first person that has a mutation and you don't have any friends, you need surround yourself with other people who also have that trait. This is not just the case that people with the best trait, it's the people who have similar genes.

When it comes to our immunities though, the friends' genes were more different than that of the strangers. The scientists say this trend could also give us an evolutionary edge though because if your friends can fight different diseases than you, you are less likely to spread those diseases. It gives a new meaning perhaps to being their bio-friends.

Morning, class. Today I've brought in a picture of the human brain, which we are going to look at and discuss in detail. The brain is like our command center for all our daily functions and allows us to cope with our environment. How we communicate with words, actions, thoughts, and feelings are all centered in the brain. Some researchers believe that the brain is so complex and mysterious that we will never be able to fully understand it. Some have even referred to it as a little black box like those found on a plane that contain all the critical and highly confidential information of the flight. It's easiest to think of the brain as three connected parts: the cerebrum, brainstem, and cerebellum.

The average weight of an adult human brain is anywhere between 1 and 1.5 kilograms. Some people say that we only use 10% of our brain, but this is just a myth. (25) In fact, we use our entire brain.
 That being said, we can claim that most people only use a very small fraction of the cognitive potential of their brain. Different cultures have used several methods to improve their cognitive potential such as reading, education, puzzle solving and critical thinking.
