Preface

2013年8月全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会正式公布，自2013年12月考试起，全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会将对四、六级考试的试卷结构和测试题型作局部调整。调整后，四级和六级的试卷结构和测试题型相同。四级和六级的试卷结构、测试内容、测试题型、分值比例和考试时间如下表所示：

为了帮助考生全面了解并从容应对改革后的四级考试，新东方考试研究中心特根据全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会对题型的局部调整对“特训”系列丛书进行了全面修订。改版后本丛书紧扣四、六级考试改革要求，深入剖析四、六级考试新题型，集指导、练习于一体，是不可多得的四、六级备考辅导丛书。

《大学英语四级阅读特训》为本丛书中的四级阅读专项图书，准确把握四级阅读的出题思路，选材新颖，能迅速帮助广大考生提高英语阅读水平。本书的特点归纳如下：

最新题型，全面涵盖

本书依照最新四级改革方案，囊括所有阅读题型：篇章词汇理解、长篇阅读理解和仔细阅读理解。题型涵盖全面，讲解深入透彻，为考生备战改革后的四级阅读提供了切实有效的辅导及练习。

需要特别指出的是，本书以四、六级试卷结构调整后样卷中的长篇阅读新题型为例，详细讲解了这种阅读新题型的出题点、解题技巧，以使考生能够更好地应对这种新题型。

题材分类，步步进阶

本书依照四级历年真题仔细阅读文章将四级仔细阅读题材划分为人文、科技、经济、环境和综合五大类，按照这五类题材在四级真题中的分配比例进行选材，精挑细选优秀阅读文章，设置贴近真题标准的试题，供考生练习。另外，本书还将每类题材中的文章按其难易程度分为“标准篇”（与真题难度相当）、“提高篇”（与真题难度相当，但超纲词有所增加）和“挑战极限篇”（高于真题难度）三个级别。所选文章及题目难度逐步增加，让考生的阅读能力在练习过程中不断进阶，使考生的信心不断增强。

核心词汇，边读边记

大纲中的四级核心词汇是四级阅读考查的重点之一，也是考生感到头疼的难点之一。本书精选的118篇阅读文章涵盖了四级考试中最常出现的核心词及短语。“仔细阅读”部分还将所涉及的这些核心词汇或短语用彩色字体标出，并在文章后面的“阅读小帮手”栏目中集中列出，配备中文释义，以帮助考生在做阅读练习的同时，复习巩固四级核心词汇。同时，仔细阅读部分每章末尾还以“词汇大本营”的形式汇总该类文章经常出现的其他四级核心词汇或短语，供考生复习备考。

难句点津，排除障碍

阅读文章中的长难句是考生面临的又一个难点。句子读不懂，既影响做题又打击自信。本书考虑到考生的这一需求，在“阅读小帮手”栏目中特设绿色通道，为文章中出现的长难句配备精准译文，并给出部分句子中所含词汇或短语的特殊用法，以帮助考生更好地理解文章，加深对有特殊用法的词汇和短语的记忆，使考生真正感受到无障碍阅读的乐趣。

以人为本，“试”在必得

阅读理解在某种程度上不仅考查考生的英语水平，同时也考查考生的知识面和知识结构。本书为一些文章提供了实用的背景知识，这既能增强考生对短文的理解，又有助于拓展考生的知识面。同时，每篇文章都标出词数及建议答题时间，以训练考生更好地掌握考试节奏。

另外，本书的练习均附有“答案速查”，方便考生在做完题后迅速核对答案。仔细阅读部分的“答案速查”还设有专门的区域，供考生总结自己的错误类型或错题原因，方便日后进行针对性复习。方寸之间皆显匠心，愿考生能感受到本书的便利性及实用性，阅读水平稳步提升！

篇章词汇理解与长篇阅读

第一章　技巧攻略

第一节　篇章词汇理解

篇章词汇理解题综合了“词汇与语法结构”和“仔细阅读理解”两种题型的测试内容。该部分的测试重点在于检验考生把握文章结构，从文章的连贯性、一致性、逻辑联系等语篇、语段整体特征解读文章的能力，以及结合选项单词的用法和语法知识，根据上下文还原文章语境的能力。篇章词汇理解题和单纯的词汇题相比，更注重实际运用，从对句子的考查上升到了对篇章理解的考查。

篇章词汇理解的考查形式为：一篇词数为200~250的文章留出10个空，考生需从所提供的15个备选单词中选出10个填入文章空格处，使文章意思通顺，表达正确。

下面，我们先分析2013年8月全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会公布的四级考试样题中的篇章词汇理解题。

解答篇章词汇理解题的步骤应该是，首先跳读全文，抓住文章的中心——美国人的挨饿现状以及相应的援助行动。下面，我们将通过分析如何填写文章前两个空格来说明怎样解答篇章词汇理解题。

了解了文章的主题后，我们先将选项归类：其中名词有C，D，I，J项；动词有A，H，K，L，M，O项，其中A，H，M，O项为一般现在时态，K，L项是过去时；形容词有E项；副词则为F，G项；动词的-ing形式为B，N项。

接下来，我们再读原文，结合空格前的largest和空格后的hunger-relief可知，36题应该填入一个形容词，而选项中的形容词只有E项，动词的-ing形式也可作形容词，这时，这道题的备选项就从15选1的难度降为了3选1，再将3个备选答案分别代入原文，根据句意可知，E正确。

再分析37题，空格前面出现了动词的现在分词asking，空格后面是介词短语，可知这里要填一个名词，只有C，D，I，J符合。其次，根据后面的动词help及句意可知，这个空格要填一个表示人或组织的名词，所以该题应该选 C。

按照这种解题方法，每确定一个答案就将它从备选项中划去（因为每个选项只能选一次），降低了后面解题的难度。最后，再将所选单词代入文章，通读一遍作为检查。



答题技巧


1. 跳读全文，把握大意。考生应该首先跳读全文，根据文章首段以及首末句迅速抓住文章大意，要善于依照首尾句把握文章的背景、主题，结合每段的首句把握文章的结构。

2. 阅读选项，将其分类。接着要仔细阅读选项。因为选项仅仅是一个个单词，而非句子或者语段，所以考试难度就大大下降了。考生应该根据词性对每个单词进行分类归纳，如名词、动词、形容词、副词、介词、连词等。

3. 前后结合，寻找线索。考生要以整篇文章为基准，从上下文中寻找线索。与答题相关的线索一般有以下几种情况：

1）寻找同义转述。由文章前后语义的一致性可断定，空格处的词汇可能是对前后文内容或特定词汇的同义转述，考生应通过上下文进行判断。如：

Weather maps contain a _____ amount of information about weather conditions existing at the time of observation over a large geographical area...

备选项：... E） big... H） small...

分析：由后文的over a large geographical area可知，空格中填入的词应与amount of information构成一个词组，含有“大量信息”之意，与后文语义形成呼应，E项中big是对large的同义转述，符合前后语义一致性，故正确。

2）判断逻辑关系。考生可以通过判断空格处与上下文的逻辑关系来确定答案，具体的逻辑关系包括指代、列举、因果、比较、对比、让步、并列、补充、递进等。

阅读中常见的表示各种具体的逻辑关系的关联词有：


	表示转折关系的：but, on the contrary, otherwise, yet （表示前后两个部分内容相反，相互对立，一般其后的内容是重点，极可能是考点）

	表示顺承关系的：and, also, furthermore, moreover, first, second, third （通常暗示前后两个部分内容相辅相成）

	表示递进关系的：furthermore, moreover

	表示因果关系的：consequently, thus, therefore, as a result, so

	表示比较关系的：similarly, equally, like, in the same way

	表示总结的：in conclusion, finally, in short, in summary, to sum up, in a word, my point is that, that is to say, briefly （frankly, generally） speaking



3）识别固定搭配。考生若能在平时多积累一些固定搭配，在考试中就会达到事半功倍的效果。如：表“利用……”之意的就有take advantage of sth., make use of sth.等不同的搭配。如：

...Until the 19th century, the _____ of equal rights to women met with only occasional protest and drew little attention from most people...

备选项：... B）objection... E）denial...

分析：此处要表达的意思是对妇女平等权的否认或反对，objection与介词to搭配，意为“反对”，denial与介词of搭配，表示“对……的否认”，结合句意并根据空格后的介词of可知E项正确。

4）词义（词性）的关联和平衡。如：

...Weather Bureau issues information about approaching storms, floods, _____, droughts, and all climatic conditions in general...

备选项：... C）frosts... F）forests...

分析：结合空格前后的storms, floods, droughts, and all climatic conditions in general可知，空格中也应填入表示天气的词，所以C选项frosts（严寒，霜冻）正确。另外，应注意区分frost与其形近词forest（森林）。

4. 查漏补缺，核实答案。选择完成后，考生必须将所选单词代入原文进行复读，确认上下文的衔接通顺与否并核实答案。值得一提的是，如果考生觉得某些选项需要调整，只能进行谨慎微调，切忌将自己已经做出的选择全部推翻重选，这样不但浪费时间，效果还不一定好。




第二节　长篇阅读

改革后的四级题型在测试考生的阅读能力方面变得更加多样化，对考生的阅读能力提出了更高的要求。四级旧题型的阅读理解部分主要考查考生的速读能力，即在35分钟之内完成词汇理解、快速阅读和仔细阅读。改革后，快速阅读改为长篇阅读，篇章长度和难度不变，时间由原来的35分钟变成40分钟。

2013年12月之前，快速阅读的考查形式为：前7道为选择题，后3道为填空题。而2013年12月改革后的长篇阅读考查形式为：篇章后附有10个句子，每句一题；每句所含的信息出自篇章的某一段落，要求考生找出与每句所含信息相匹配的段落；有的段落可能对应两题，有的段落可能不对应任何一题。

2013年8月全国大学英语四、六级考试委员公布的四级考试题型调整说明中明确指出：长篇阅读部分采用1篇较长篇幅的文章，总长度约1000词，阅读速度为每分钟100词。最新样题中，长篇阅读理解部分是一篇长度为1016词的文章，文章介绍了现在大学的重要性和作用，其实这篇文章就是2007年12月四级快速阅读的文章。

下面，我们先分析一下四级考试样题中的长篇阅读理解题。

Universities Branch Out

A）As never before in their long history, universities have become instruments of national competition as well as instruments of peace. They are the place of the scientific discoveries that move economies forward, and the primary means of educating the talent required to obtain and maintain competitive advantage. But at the same time, the opening of national borders to the flow of goods, services, information and especially people has made universities a powerful force for global integration, mutual understanding and geopolitical stability.

B）In response to the same forces that have driven the world economy, universities have become more self-consciously global: seeking students from around the world who represent the entire range of cultures and values, sending their own students abroad to prepare them for global careers, offering courses of study that address the challenges of an interconnected world and collaborative（合作的） research programs to advance science for the benefit of all humanity.

C）Of the forces shaping higher education none is more sweeping than the movement across borders. Over the past three decades the number of students leaving home each year to study abroad has grown at an annual rate of 3.9 percent, from 800,000 in 1975 to 2.5 million in 2004. Most travel from one developed nation to another, but the flow from developing to developed countries is growing rapidly. The reverse flow, from developed to developing countries, is on the rise, too. Today foreign students earn 30 percent of the doctoral degrees awarded in the United States and 38 percent of those in the United Kingdom. And the number crossing borders for undergraduate study is growing as well, to 8 percent of the undergraduates at America's best institutions and 10 percent of all undergraduates in the U.K. In the United States, 20 percent of the newly hired professors in science and engineering are foreign-born, and in China many newly hired faculty members at the top research universities received their graduate education abroad.

D）Universities are also encouraging students to spend some of their undergraduate years in another country. In Europe, more than 140,000 students participate in the Erasmus program each year, taking courses for credit in one of 2,200 participating institutions across the continent. And in the United States, institutions are helping place students in summer internships（实习） abroad to prepare them for global careers. Yale and Harvard have led the way, offering every undergraduate at least one international study or internship opportunity—and providing the financial resources to make it possible.

E）Globalization is also reshaping the way research is done. One new trend involves sourcing portions of a research program to another country. Yale professor and Howard Hughes Medical Institute investigator Tian Xu directs a research center focused on the genetics of human disease at Shanghai's Fudan University, in collaboration with faculty colleagues from both schools. The Shanghai center has 95 employees and graduate students working in a 4,300-square-meter laboratory facility. Yale faculty, postdoctors and graduate students visit regularly and attend videoconference seminars with scientists from both campuses. The arrangement benefits both countries; Xu's Yale lab is more productive, thanks to the lower costs of conducting research in China, and Chinese graduate students, postdoctors and faculty get on-the-job training from a world-class scientist and his U.S. team.

F）As a result of its strength in science, the United States has consistently led the world in the commercialization of major new technologies, from the mainframe computer and the integrated circuit of the 1960s to the Internet infrastructure （基础设施） and applications software of the 1990s. The link between university-based science and industrial application is often indirect but sometimes highly visible: Silicon Valley was intentionally created by Stanford University, and Route 128 outside Boston has long housed companies spun off from MIT and Harvard. Around the world, governments have encouraged copying of this model, perhaps most successfully in Cambridge, England, where Microsoft and scores of other leading software and biotechnology companies have set up shop around the university.

G）For all its success, the United States remains deeply hesitant about sustaining the research-university model. Most politicians recognize the link between investment in science and national economic strength, but support for research funding has been unsteady. The budget of the National Institutes of Health doubled between 1998 and 2003, but has risen more slowly than inflation since then. Support for the physical sciences and engineering barely kept pace with inflation during that same period. The attempt to make up lost ground is welcome, but the nation would be better served by steady, predictable increases in science funding at the rate of long-term GDP growth, which is on the order of inflation plus 3 percent per year.

H）American politicians have great difficulty recognizing that admitting more foreign students can greatly promote the national interest by increasing international understanding. Adjusted for inflation, public funding for international exchanges and foreign-language study is well below the levels of 40 years ago. In the wake of September 11, changes in the visa process caused a dramatic decline in the number of foreign students seeking admission to U.S. universities, and a corresponding surge in enrollments in Australia, Singapore and the U.K. Objections from American university and business leaders led to improvements in the process and a reversal of the decline, but the United States is still seen by many as unwelcoming to international students.

I）Most Americans recognize that universities contribute to the nation's well-being through their scientific research, but many fear that foreign students threaten American competitiveness by taking their knowledge and skills back home. They fail to grasp that welcoming foreign students to the United States has two important positive effects: first, the very best of them stay in the States and—like immigrants throughout history—strengthen the nation; and second, foreign students who study in the United States become ambassadors for many of its most cherished （珍视） values when they return home. Or at least they understand them better. In America as elsewhere, few instruments of foreign policy are as effective in promoting peace and stability as welcoming international university students.

如何设题和解题

从四级样题来看，长篇阅读的段落信息匹配题的出题规律是：8道题来自段首或段尾的信息，若在段首或段尾找不到信息点，那段首第二句或段尾倒数第二句一般可以找到相关信息；2道题是关于数字信息的，比如百分比、日期等。

解题技巧汇总

一、攻克词汇关

词汇是阅读的基石。在长篇阅读中，词汇量的重要性进一步凸显。很难想象没有词汇量的支持，如何能在这么短的时间里完成阅读任务。所以考生平时应该注意积累词汇，只有在每个单词上停留的时间少了，才能有更多的时间来把握整个句子乃至整篇文章。

二、攻克思想关

在准备四级的过程中，考生必须达到的状态是——做题时注意力能高度集中。看文章时要撇开一切杂念，做到心无旁骛。也就是说，要把自己的思想融入到阅读的文章中。集中注意力不是说出来的，而是练出来的，考生一定要在平时做阅读练习时严格要求自己。一篇文章要一口气看完，不要断断续续，更不要养成边看边默念的习惯。

三、攻克阅读技巧关

长篇阅读的题型是段落信息匹配题，它的特点是：给出的信息是文中的细节；题目是文章句子的同义替换，很少出现与文中一样的字眼；题目不遵循“题文同序原则”。所以解题时可以这样做：首先，细读题目，划出题目中的关键词，关键词不能是这篇文章所讨论的名词；其次，带着关键词浏览文章，主要找与关键词同义替换的词句（浏览文章时要注意段首和段尾的句子，段首和段尾很容易成为出题点）；第三，文章浏览一遍后，大概能做出大部分题目，对于剩下的题目，可以根据文章的结构及题目的关键词，缩小排查范围，到目标段落里仔细寻找信息点。

四、攻克阅读量难关

进行大量的阅读练习也是很重要的。从根本上讲阅读速度的提高是个日积月累的过程。所谓“从量变到质变”，只有通过大量阅读英文材料，阅读速度乃至阅读能力才会有质的飞跃。建议考生连续半年保持每天8～10篇英文散文或论文的阅读量，只要能坚持下来，阅读速度和能力自然会有飞跃。

2. M　根据空格前后的were和to可以推断该空应该填分词或形容词，选项中符合的有changed, excited, happier, healthier和shocked，由句首的However可知这句是个转折句，意为“但是，他们_____近距离地看到了他们的生活方式”，联系下文可知，学生发现部落人的生活方式并不像自己原本认为的那样没有自己的生活方式好，所以这里应该表示学生的惊讶，故选M。shock意为“震惊，震撼”。close quarters意为“近距离”。

3. D　根据空格前后的was和by the sun可以判断该空应该填过去分词，changed和controlled符合这一标准。该句意为“每天公鸡打鸣将他们叫醒，他们的时间由太阳、月亮甚至季节来_____”，可见时间是由太阳、月亮和季节来控制，故选D。

2. L　该空所填词修饰intelligence，故应该填形容词，选项中符合条件的有earlier, easier, later, native, national和smarter，根据句子结构可知该空不需要填比较级，因此只有native和national符合条件。该句大意为，没人相信如果经常做脑力练习，可以促进_____智力，由上文可知人们认为智力是天生的，结合选项只有native（天生的，与生俱来的）符合，故选L。

3. N　因为空前出现了冠词a，故只有collection和series符合条件，根据句意“一_____训练”可知，只有series合适，指“一系列”，collection意为“收藏”，不符合句意，故选N。

Create a Green Zone

A）Get this: Your home is already an ecological wonder. Over the last 25 years the amount of energy used by the typical refrigerator dropped by two-thirds; washing-machine energy needs have been reduced by nearly half; the use of redwood decking has fallen by two-thirds; and toilets use less than half the water that they did in the 1970s.

B）You had no idea how good you were being, did you? Making choices that help the environment doesn't mean sacrificing comfort and, in fact, many green-home products are extremely luxurious. Unfortunately, this contributes to the perception that the products are budget busters—a myth, says Alex Wilson, executive editor of Environmental Building News
 . “Certainly there are high-end green homes that demonstrate what's feasible, but the average homeowner can use many green strategies—and some actually reduce the cost of a home.”

C）Architect Angela Dean, author of the book Green by Design
 , says even small changes can have a big impact. “Every time you change a light bulb, replace it with a fluorescent （荧光的） lamp,” she says. According to government experts, if every home in America replaced just one light bulb with a fluorescent lamp, the reduction in pollution would be equal to removing one million cars from the road.

D）Here you'll find our picks for the best and the brightest ideas in green building. Many of the products you can add to your house right away; others you can save for, and incorporate the next time you need a new roof or deck. Either way, being good has never been easier.

E）Wood floors are gorgeous, but hardwoods traditionally used in flooring take decades to grow, and can be harvested irresponsibly in rain forests. The solution is bamboo flooring. Although bamboo is technically a kind of grass, it grows like a tree—only faster. Since it matures in three years and regenerates itself, bamboo doesn't contribute to global destruction of forests. When pressed into boards, bamboo is as tough as other hardwoods, and has a richly patterned lines enlivened by tiny “nodes”—the bamboo equivalent of knotholes. It installs much like hardwood flooring and costs about the same.

F）One drawback to solar-generated electricity is the bulky panels, which look out of place on a traditional home. Now you can harness the sun's power right through roof shingles （木瓦）, thanks to an advanced technology. These space-age solar cells are shaped like conventional shingles and can be installed just like regular shingles, then wired into your home's electric system. Wilson says they're not as efficient as freestanding solar panels, but depending on weather conditions, they can generate virtually all the power for your home. In August, when the shingles are producing more electricity than you need, the current gets fed into the power grid, running your meter backward and thereby reducing your electric bill—which makes up for rainy days, when output is reduced. Solar shingles cost $40 to $50 a square foot installed, versus about $8 for regular shingles, but you may only need them on the dark side of the house. And many states are now offering generous supplement.

G）Most houses have a hot-water tank that is constantly fired up, keeping 40 to 80 gallons ready for the next shower or laundry load. By contrast, on-demand water heaters don't use a tank. Instead they employ a powerful burner to heat water only when needed. As a result, there is up to 34 percent greater efficiency, according to a report by the National Association of Home Builders Research Center. On-demand heaters also save space because they are small and wall-mounted. It's important to get the right size heater for your home and lifestyle. This is a job for a heating professional, or your gas company.

H）Traditional decking may use pressure-treated pine, which was usually tied with toxic substances. And the stain or paint applied to the wood often contains dangerous elements. It is necessary to change for your health; consider one of the many composite deck products made from recycled plastic and wood fiber. Besides looking great, they won't rot, or crack. They never need staining, and contain no toxic additives. Composite decking can cost two or three times as much as pressure-treated decking. But when you factor in the cost of maintaining a wood deck, the difference narrows over time.

But they've made great strides in occupancy switches, which sense when no one is in a room and then shut off automatically. Older models that monitored environmental sound levels were not reliable; the latest switches rely on infrared technology. Infrared switches are most common in homes; they need a direct line of sight and work best in simple four-walled spaces. Some are designed to replace a standard wall switch. Others are ceiling-mounted.

J）Salvaged wood comes from two places—buildings that are being torn down or, increasingly, underwater. Logging operations in the 19th century used waterways to float trees; many logs sank. Today, divers are recovering these logs, which remain preserved in the cold fresh water. This salvaged wood often sells at a premium—$6 to $8 per board foot, and considerably more for exotic varieties. The logs are from ancient forests, where the branches and leaves that spread out at the top of a group of trees formed a thick roof which slowed growth and resulted in exceptionally tight lines favored by fine woodworkers. “You can't buy that kind of wood anymore,” says Wilson. Often the wood is from trees that are now largely wiped out, like longleaf yellow pine. The wood can be used in any part of construction, from ceiling beams to flooring, or in furniture.

K）Compact Fluorescents is also the best and the brightest ideas in green building. These light bulbs, which use about 75 percent less energy than incandescent （白炽的） bulbs, have been around since the early 1980s. But in the past few years they've gotten better, smaller—and cheaper. How cheap? Try five bucks, with a five-year guarantee. The reason, says Wilson, is simple: competition. “When California had its power crisis there was a huge upsurge in compact fluorescent, and Chinese companies began making them inexpensively. Now they're being made by dozens of companies, plus some utilities offer discounts.” Today's compact fluorescents switch on quickly and don't buzz. And the colors are much warmer than the ghostly white models of the past.

4 Ways to Engage Today's Generation of Students

A）Each year, every faculty member becomes one year older. However, the average age of each incoming student remains the same. This presents a challenge: How can we keep the communication and learning gap from expanding more and more as time goes on? Now we've stepped into digital and information age when this generation has been granted endless satellite channels, websites, text messages, and iPod music choices to constantly go through daily. This makes it more difficult than ever before for faculty to keep the interest and attention of the students. Here are a few great tips for faculty on how to better engage today's generation of students.

B）The first step is to bring cool careers and majors to life. This generation of students doesn't see the connection between today's lesson and what they really want to do someday. The more we can close that gap—to illustrate classroom relevance to their world—the better we can engage students and keep their interest. The prospect of getting a job and working 40+ hours per week for the next 40 years doesn't exactly breed excitement in this generation. However, they can get excited through examples of “cool” young people in their field who are very successful doing something they LOVE for a living. While we mostly think of celebrities as TV stars or athletes, there are celebrities within almost every field. For example, Josh Bernstein of the History Channel's “Digging for the Truth” and Discovery Channel's “Into the Unknown with Josh Bernstein” makes history fun and interesting, especially to those who never believed such topics were fun and interesting before. Even MSNBC television personalities such as the politically branded Tucker Carlson, and Jim Kramer of “Mad Money”, do give an alternative flair to the otherwise “boring” world of politics and finance.

C）The second step is to find clever opportunities to integrate TV/movies/pop culture. Is it important for students to understand the long history of business, psychology, leadership, etc.? Absolutely! However, seeking out opportunities to supplement historical principles with books, movies, or music of today can definitely help bring the learning process to life. Cite a chapter, or even a paragraph or quote, from a source written since 2000 by someone 30 years old or under on the topic, and you'll be amazed with the attention, interest, and results.

D）One great example is the book Campus CEO: A Student Entrepreneur's Guide to Launching a Multi-Million Dollar Business
 , written by Randal Pinkett, a sharp young professional who was a winner on the Donald Trump television show “The Apprentice”. This book includes many old-age, proven business principles from books written 50 years prior. However, which do you think is more appealing to read for today's student?

E）Any reference to reality television, video games, or downloaded music for their iPod can immediately raise their attention. So, what do we mean by reference? A reference can be sharing a marketing article on the X-Box product, or a fresh class case study on a company such as Apple, or a statistical exercise on average the number of text messaging characters transmitted by the average college student each day. Have fun with examples from their world that can be used at every turn.

F）The next step is to use the Internet and technology: in ways that speak their language. In general, less instances of distributing articles from a magazine and more instances of citing article links on that magazine's website is a good thing. The words “check out this website” will probably elicit a more positive response than the infamous “take one and pass it down”. The Internet is the virtual home of this generation. They've never lived without it.

G）Whenever possible, have students research an individual or company website that is discussed in class. Beyond just articles and websites, what blogs within their field or subject can they participate in now as students? There can be great benefits to communication with field professionals across the world, and can even help students stay on the cutting edge of industry issues. Most importantly, they might just have fun doing it.

H）YouTube has a world of possibilities in the learning community. Within moments, a drafting or engineering student can view the design and construction of an NFL stadium using time lapse photography （时间推移摄影术）, while a biology student can view computer animation of photosynthesis. Instead of reading about things or hearing about things, students want to see things with their own eyes, on their own computers.

I）The last step is to use humor and have fun in the classroom. Certainly, the job of an educator isn't to entertain. It is to educate. However: Do you remember a teacher who didn't just teach a class, but impacted your life? Did you feel as if they could relate to you, and could even make you laugh? Did you have fun in their class, and look forward to attending each day?

J）Zig Ziglar, one of the most successful motivational speakers in history, knew the power of incorporating humor in his presentations. Throughout his career, Zig would strategically place some type of wit, joke, or funny example every seven minutes during his presentation, no matter the audience or topic. As he studied, attention span begins to dip as time between jokes lingered. People pay attention because they don't want to miss the next joke!

K）So, what if you're not that funny? Here are a few tips: Go to Google or Google Images, and search under “Business humor”, or “Funny Biology”, or “Funny Advertising”. Keep an eye out for funny articles, or even comical things on television, that might have some direct or even indirect relevance to the subject. When applicable and appropriate, allow an environment where students are encouraged to have fun in group projects or class exercises together. No one can articulate cool and funny lingo（行话） to students better than other students. Making learning fun is one principle that holds true no matter the generation. Teaching can be much easier when students look forward to coming to class.

Story Reader

A）Parents dearly hope their children learn to read well. They also hope their children learn to read quickly and easily, so that they're ready for the demands put on them by school and the world. Kids want to learn how to read, but they also crave entertainment, whether it's quiet and passive or dynamic and interactive. The aims of the Story Reader line of electronic books are to entertain children and to introduce them to the process of learning how to read in a gentle and enjoyable way.

B）Story Reader is a compact, roughly 12-inch-by-12-inch plastic case （with a carrying handle） that opens to reveal an actual book that fits snugly into the Reader itself. Story Reader's core feature is that it “reads” the book aloud to a child as he follows along. The child turns the pages when prompted by the Story Reader or at his own pace.

C）Books have both text and illustrations. The electronic book responds to the child's wishes. The Story Reader speaks the text for the current page. If the child turns back a few pages, the Reader recognizes that page and reads it again. Kids react well to this interactivity because it instills a sense of control over the story.

D）The basic Story Reader, introduced in 2003, is as described above and is intended for kids three years of age and older. Each book has a small companion cartridge that slides into a port on the case and contains the audio encoded into its memory for the story. The device has a volume control but no on/off switch—a deliberate choice so kids can simply open it up and begin reading. It takes four AAA batteries （or operates on household current with an optional adaptor） and retails for around $20. Find out more information about the more than 60 titles at the Story Reader website.

E）Early in 2006, Publications International, Ltd.—Story Reader's publisher—introduced My First Story Reader, designed for newborns to kids up to age three. As with the original, a narrator reads the story aloud, this time from a 12-page book made from a heavier paperstock that includes sound effects and music to enliven the experience.

F）My First Story Reader features two play modes, one with narration, and the other that asks questions about the images on each page. The child can press any of three buttons to answer basic questions about shapes and colors. The last two pages of each My First Story Reader book features a sing-along rhyming melody. My First Story Reader retails for about $20. Late in 2006, Publications International introduced a video version of Story Reader called Story Reader Video Plus for kids up to the age of seven. Retailing for about $35, it combines a stand-alone Story Reader with an “Animated Story Mode” that plays through your television and includes a “Learning Game Mode”.

G）The Animated Story Mode works just as it sounds—when you connect it to your television through color-coded cables, the story appears on screen and changes as your child turns the pages. Kids get to the Learning Game Mode by turning to the last page of the book. There, they can choose from five educational games. While it depends on the story, generally there are pattern games, memory games, and platform games. Similar to Nintendo games like Super Mario Brothers, in a platform game the child uses the included controller to guide him through the environment and conquer obstacles.

H）Story Reader Video Plus isn't a video game, technically, and Publications International bills the Story Reader line more as electronic books than toys. This reassures many parents, and it's why Story Reader is sold in bookstores and in the book section of major retailers.

I）Studies show an alarming decline in reading rates among all age groups in America, especially among the young. Children are bombarded on a daily basis with multiple forms of entertainment that compete with traditional learning. Kids naturally emulate the adults in their lives, and seeing their parents and other family members enjoy reading is a powerful motivator. Establishing and keeping a Read-At-Home Night helps families spend time together and helps form lifelong reading habits in children.

J）Here's how you do it. Set aside one night a week in your household and call it “Read-At-Home Hour”—or anything you prefer. Establish a time allotment that works for your family, for example, 30 minutes or an hour; Minimize interruptions from the TV, computer, and video games—and turn on the telephone answering machine; Choose one book for the entire family to read aloud together, or encourage individual family members to choose their own books to read quietly, and the electronic books can work in this context, as well; Finally, sit down, relax, and read.

K）Story Reader shares characteristics with many toys, but at its core it's an electronic book. The difference is important, according to Ann Taylor, vice president of children's electronics at Lincolnwood, Illinois-based Publications International, which exclusively publishes the Story Reader line. “Story Reader allows the child to hear the book read aloud and to view the text, which is known to be way to help a child learn to read,” she says. “A lot of learning toys are sort of fancy electronic versions of drills, so they ask questions and have kids practice drills with them. I'm not implying there's anything wrong with that—and our Story Reader Video Plus does feature learning games, too—but that our approach is perhaps a little more subtle. We try to be light on the education per se, but strong on the principles behind education,” says Taylor.

Communication breaks down because you don't like or disagree with what the other person is saying, not because you can't communicate. Communicating in marriage is all about being able to handle the message. When two people are able to handle the message, honesty increases. And when honesty in a relationship increases, you grow more as an individual and closer together. Through this growth you are capable of reaching new levels of passion.

C）So in an effort to grow closer to you loyal Zen Habits readers, I'll be honest. I'm writing this guest post in the hope that Simple Marriage's message will spread and more people will discover ways to get more out of marriage and life. I also hope you'll benefit from this post and the passion level in your relationships and life will increase... I feel closer to you already.

D）But being honest with you is not the same as being honest with a spouse. It's more and more difficult to be honest in each relationship up the hierarchy of importance. G）By speaking up I'm not saying that you remove the filter between your brain and mouth, but speak up more. How often do you avoid replying or bringing something up out of fear of your partner's reaction? There are times when you need to speak up in order to help your marriage improve. Many couples fall victim to thinking “if my spouse really cared about me, they'd be able to figure out what I'm feeling or thinking.” What part of your vows stated you'd read each other's minds for as long as you both shall live? Sleep

A）Sleep is one of those funny things about being a human being—you just have to do it. Have you ever wondered why? And what about the crazy dreams, like the one where a bad person is chasing you and you can't run or yell. Does that make any sense? If you have ever wondered about why people have to sleep or what causes dreams, then read on. In this article, you'll find out all about sleep and what it does for you.

B）We all know how sleep looks—when we see someone sleeping, we recognize the following characteristics: If possible, the person will lie down to go to sleep. The person's eyes are closed. The person doesn't hear anything unless it is a loud noise. The person breathes in a slow, rhythmic pattern. The person's muscles are completely relaxed. If sitting up, the person may fall out of his or her chair as sleep deepens. During sleep, the person occasionally rolls over or rearranges his or her body. This happens approximately once or twice an hour. This may be the body's way of making sure that no part of the body or skin has its circulation cut off for too long a period of time. In addition to these outward signs, the heart slows down and the brain does some pretty funky things （we'll get to this later）.

C）In other words, a sleeping person is unconscious of most things happening in the environment. The biggest difference between someone who is asleep and someone who has fainted or gone into a coma is the fact that a sleeping person can be aroused if the stimulus is strong enough. If you shake the person, yell loudly or flash a bright light, a sleeping person will wake up.

D）For any animal living in the wild, it just doesn't seem very smart to design in a mandatory（强制的） eight-hour period of near-total unconsciousness every day. Yet that is exactly what evolution has done. So there must be a pretty good reason for it! Who Sleeps? Reptiles, birds and mammals all sleep. That is, they become unconscious of their surroundings for periods of time. Some fish and amphibians（两栖动物） reduce their awareness but do not ever become unconscious like the higher vertebrates do. Insects do not appear to sleep, although they may become inactive in daylight or darkness. By studying brainwaves, it is known that reptiles do not dream. Birds dream a little. Mammals all dream during sleep. Different animals sleep in different ways. Some animals, like humans, prefer to sleep in one long session. Other animals （dogs, for example） like to sleep in many short bursts. Some sleep at night, while others sleep during the day.

E）If you attach an electroencephalograph（脑电图仪） to a person's head, you can record the person's brainwave activity. An awake and relaxed person generates alpha waves, which are consistent oscillations at about 10 cycles per second. An alert person generates beta waves, which are about twice as fast. During sleep, two slower patterns called theta waves and delta waves take over. Theta waves have oscillations in the range of 3.5 to 7 cycles per second, and delta waves have oscillations of less than 3.5 cycles per second. As a person falls asleep and sleep deepens, the brainwave patterns slow down. The slower the brainwave patterns, the deeper the sleep—a person deep in delta wave sleep is hardest to wake up.

F）No one really knows why we sleep. But, there are all kinds of theories, including these: Sleep gives the body a chance to repair muscles and other tissues, replace aging or dead cells, etc. Sleep gives the brain a chance to organize and archive memories. Dreams are thought by some to be part of this process. Sleep lowers our energy consumption, so we need three meals a day rather than four or five. Since we can't do anything in the dark anyway, we might as well “turn off” and save the energy.

G）According to Science News Online: Napless Cats Awaken Interest in Adenosine（腺苷）, sleep may be a way of recharging the brain, using adenosine as a signal that the brain needs to rest: “Since adenosine secretion reflects brain cell activity, rising concentrations of this chemical may be how the organ gauges that it has been burning up its energy reserves and needs to shut down for a while.” Adenosine levels in the brain rise during wakefulness and decline during sleep. What we all know is that, with a good night's sleep, everything looks and feels better in the morning. Both the brain and the body are refreshed and ready for a new day.

H）Why do we have such crazy, kooky dreams? Why do we dream at all for that matter? According to Joel Achenbach in his book, Why Things Are
 , the brain creates dreams through random electrical activity. Random is the key word here. About every 90 minutes the brain stem sends electrical impulses throughout the brain, in no particular order or fashion. The analytic portion of the brain—the forebrain—then desperately tries to make sense of these signals. It is like looking at a Rorschach test, a random splash of ink on paper. The only way of comprehending it is by viewing the dream （or the inkblot） metaphorically, symbolically, since there's no literal message. This doesn't mean that dreams are meaningless or should be ignored. How our forebrains choose to “analyze” the random and discontinuous images may tell us something about ourselves, just as what we see in an inkblot can be revelatory. And perhaps there is a purpose to the craziness: Our minds may be working on deep-seated problems through these circuitous and less threatening metaphorical dreams.

I）Here are some other things you may have noticed about your dreams. Dreams tell a story. They are like a TV show, with scenes, characters and props. Dreams are egocentric. They almost always involve you. Dreams incorporate things that have happened to you recently. They can also incorporate deep wishes and fears. A noise in the environment is often worked into a dream in some way, giving some credibility to the idea that dreams are simply the brain's response to random impulses.

J）You usually cannot control a dream—in fact, many dreams emphasize your lack of control by making it impossible to run or yell. （However, proponents of lucid dreaming try to help you gain control.） Dreaming is important. In sleep experiments where a person is woken up every time he/she enters REM sleep, the person becomes increasingly impatient and uncomfortable over time.

1. Actually your lack of control is shown in many dreams in that you can't run or shout in dreams.

Rainforests

A）Tropical rainforests are the most diverse ecosystem on Earth, and also the oldest. Today, tropical rainforests cover only 6 percent of the Earth's ground surface, but they are home to over half of the planet's plant and animal species. In this completely unique world, there are thousands of species we have yet to discover. In this article, we'll travel into the tropical rainforest to see what makes it such a beautiful environment for plants and animals. We'll also see why the rainforests are in danger and look at some of the ways that affect us.

B）Generally speaking, a rainforest is an environment that receives high rainfall and is dominated by tall trees. A wide range of ecosystems fall into this category, of course, including the old-growth temperate forests of the Pacific Northwest. But most of the time when people talk about rainforests, they mean the tropical rainforests located near the equator. These forests, concentrated in Africa, Australia, Asia, and Central and South America, receive between 160 and 400 inches （406.4 to 1016 cm） of rain per year. Unlike the rainforests farther to the north and south, tropical rainforests don't really have a “dry season”. In fact, they don't have distinct seasons at all. The total annual rainfall is spread pretty evenly throughout the year, and the temperature rarely dips below 60 degrees Fahrenheit （16 degrees Celsius）.

C）We saw in the last section that the ample sunlight and extremely wet climate of many tropical areas encourage the growth of towering trees with wide canopies（树冠层）. This thick top layer of the rainforest dictates the lives of all other plants in the forest. New tree seedlings rarely survive to make it to the top unless some older trees die, creating a “hole” in the canopy. When this happens, all of the seedlings on the ground level compete intensely to reach the sunlight. Most other plants survive by taking advantage of the trees that form the canopy layer.

D）Many plant species reach the top of the forest by climbing the tall trees. It is much easier to ascend this way, because the plant doesn't have to form its own supporting structure. Lianas, long, woody plants that can grow more than 8 inches （20 cm） across, will often climb tall trees all the way up to the canopy layer. At the top of the forest, these climbers may spread from tree to tree, making the canopy ceiling even thicker. Some plant species, called epiphytes（附生植物）, grow directly on the surface of the giant trees. These plants, which include a variety of orchids and ferns, make up much of the understory（下层矮生植被）, the layer of the rainforest right below the canopy. Epiphytes are close enough to the top to receive adequate light, and the runoff from the canopy layer provides all the water and nutrients they need, which is important since they don't have access to the nutrients in the ground.

E）Some epiphytes eventually develop into stranglers. They grow long, thick roots that extend down the tree trunk into the ground. As they continue to grow, the roots form a sort of web structure all around the tree. At the same time, the strangler plant's branches extend upward, spreading out into the canopy. Eventually, the strangler may block so much light from above, and absorb such a high percentage of nutrients from the ground below, that the host tree dies. When the host decomposes, the strangler's lattice（格子架） of roots remains, giving the plant the structure it needs to reach from the forest floor to the canopy.

F）Competition over nutrients is almost as intense as competition for light. The excessive rainfall rapidly dissolves nutrients in the soil, making it relatively infertile except at the top layers. For this reason, rainforest tree roots grow outward to cover a wider area, rather than downward to lower levels. This makes rainforest trees somewhat unstable, since they don't have very strong anchors in the ground. Some trees compensate for this by growing natural buttresses. These buttresses are basically tree trunks that extend out from the side of the tree and down to the ground, giving the tree additional support.

G）Rainforest trees are dependent on bacteria that are continually producing nutrients in the ground. Rainforest bacteria and trees have a very close, symbiotic relationship. The trees provide the bacteria with food, in the form of fallen leaves and other material, and the bacteria break this material down into the nutrients that the trees need to survive. Even with this amazing symbiotic cycle, nutrients are scarce. Some plant species gather additional nutrients by capturing bugs or catching plant material that falls from the canopy above. One of the most remarkable things about rainforest plant life is its diversity. The temperate rainforests of the Pacific Northwest are mainly composed of a dozen or so tree species. A tropical rainforest, on the other hand, might have 300 distinct tree species. This plant life is spread out over wide areas—in a square acre, an entire species might be represented by only a few individual plants. As we'll see in the next section, rainforest animal life is similarly diverse.

H）Rainforests are home to the majority of animal species in the world. And a great number of species who now live in other environments, including humans, originally inhabited the rainforests. Researchers estimate that in a large rainforest area, there may be more than 10 million different animal species. Most of these species have adapted for life in the upper levels of the rainforest, where food is most plentiful. Insects, which can easily climb or fly from tree to tree, make up the largest group （ants are the most abundant animal in the rainforest）. Insect species have a highly symbiotic（共生的） relationship with the plant life in a rainforest. The insects move from plant to plant, enjoying the wealth of food provided there. As they travel, the insects may pick up the plants' seeds, dropping them some distance away. This helps to disperse the population of the plant species over a larger area—underneath the canopy, the wind is not strong enough to carry seeds a significant distance, so plants depend entirely on animals for seed dispersal. Less harmful insects may also help a plant by fighting off more destructive insect species.

I）The numerous birds of the rainforest also play a major part in seed dispersal. When they eat fruit from a plant, the seeds pass through their digestive system. By the time they excrete the seeds, the birds may have flown many miles away from the fruit-bearing tree.

1. The adequate sunlight and very wet climate of many tropical areas spur the growth of towering trees with wide crowns.

2. A square acre of wide areas is covered by the plant life and there might only be a few individual plants representing a whole species.

3. It is not necessary for some plants to build their own supporting structure.

4. At present, a lot of species besides human beings inhabit other environments, but originally they lived in the rainforests.

5. The total annual rainfall is between 160 and 400 inches in the tropical rainforests located near the equator.

6. Nowadays, only six percent of the Earth is covered with tropical rainforests, however, over half of the Earth's plant and animal species live there.

Passage Seven

New York

A）For most of us, the word vacation conjures up images of lounging on a Caribbean beach or touring the picturesque terrain of some European country. An urban center （like New York City） bustling with people, traffic and skyscrapers might not immediately come to mind. However, large cities often offer tourists an incredible variety of sites and activities. The City, as New York City is often referred to, is home to world-renowned museums and restaurants, exciting attractions, an array of entertainment and unbeatable shopping. If you are anything like the 29 million American travelers that visit “the Big Apple” annually, your next vacation spot just may be New York City. As a travel destination, New York has something to offer almost every visitor. Though tourism has dropped since September 11, 2001, there are still lots of reasons to visit what many consider the greatest city in the world. In this article, we will explore the basics of what every visitor needs to know before planning a trip to New York City. You will learn about getting to and around the city, the neighborhoods, some main （and lesser known） attractions and some pretty useful secrets.

B）New York City （NYC） is located on the Eastern Atlantic coast of the United States. It rests at the mouth of the Hudson River. The city is often referred to as a “city of islands”. Greater NYC is made up of five distinct areas called boroughs. These boroughs include Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, Staten Island and the Bronx. The boroughs are separated from each other by various bodies of water and are connected by subways, bridges and tunnels.

C）In terms of the geography of NYC, it is best to imagine the Greater New York area as a main center island （Manhattan） surrounded by outer islands （the other boroughs）. Queens is located just east of Manhattan. Brooklyn is situated to the southeast of Manhattan. Staten Island is located southwest of Manhattan. The Bronx is located north of Manhattan. Only Manhattan and Staten Island are on their own land masses. The Bronx is the only borough that is attached to the New York State mainland. When people refer to New York City, they are usually talking about Manhattan. Most of NYC's main attractions are located in this borough and the majority of visitors spend most of their vacation here. For this reason, let's examine the organization of the island of Manhattan.

D）No discussion about New York would be complete without asking why New York is referred to as “the Big Apple”. Like many things about New York, you'll probably get a different answer depending on who you ask. According to the Museum of the City of New York, it is believed that in the 1920's, a sportswriter overheard stable hands in New Orleans refer to New York City's racetracks as “the Big Apple”. The phrase was most widely used by jazz musicians during the 1930's and 40's. They adopted the term to refer to New York City, and especially Harlem, as the jazz capital of the world.

E）The Italian navigator Giovanni da Verrazano may have been the first European to explore the New York region in 1524. More than 80 years later, Englishman Henry Hudson sailed up the river that now bears his name. But it was Dutch settlements that truly started the city. In 1624, the town of New Amsterdam was established on lower Manhattan. Two years later, according to local legend, Dutchman Peter Minuit purchased the island of Manhattan from the local Native Americans for 60 guilders （about $24） worth of goods. Few people realize that New York was briefly the U.S. capital from 1789 to 1790 and was the capital of New York State until 1797. By 1790, it was the largest U.S. city. In 1825, the opening of the Erie Canal, which linked New York with the Great Lakes, led to continued expansion.

F）A charter was adopted in 1898 incorporating all five boroughs into Greater New York. New York has always been and remains a city of immigrants. Patterns of immigration are integral to the city's history and landscape. Immigration, mainly from Europe, swelled the city's population in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. After World War II, many African-Americans from the South, Puerto Ricans, and Latin Americans migrated to the city as well. Because of the variety of immigrant groups, both historically and currently, New York is often referred to as a true “melting pot”.

G）There are several important things to think about when traveling to New York. If you're thinking about driving into the city, consider the following. Tolls for turnpikes（收费公路）, bridges and tunnels are the highest in the nation; Traffic, especially on weekdays, can be extremely heavy; Finding a parking space is a rarity and parking can cost five times what it costs anywhere else. Trains and buses can be good alternatives to driving into New York. Amtrak trains arrive in New York's Penn Station （32nd Street and 7th Avenue） from all over the country. All major bus lines, including Greyhound, also serve the New York area. Buses usually arrive at the Port Authority Bus Terminal （42nd Street and 8th Avenue）.

H）If you are like most travelers to New York, you will probably make your way through one of the area's three airports. La Guardia, John F. Kennedy and Newark Airport all serve the area. La Guardia is the closest airport to the city—only 8 miles east of Manhattan in Queens. Most United States domestic flights enter and exit through this airport. International flights often go through John F. Kennedy Airport （also known as JFK）, which is about 15 miles east of the city. Newark Airport is located in New Jersey, but is no farther from Manhattan （about 15 miles） than JFK. Transportation into Manhattan once you arrive at any of the airports is pretty simple, but can be time consuming depending on traffic. Assume it will take from thirty minutes up to an hour and a half to get from the airport into Manhattan.

I）From the airports, there are several transportation options. You will find taxi stands located at all the airports. Taxis charge a flat rate to drop visitors at any destination in Manhattan, but taxes and tolls are additional. The rates usually run between $30 and $40. Expect to pay a little more from Newark. Public transportation is also available as well as many shuttle services. The best bet is to visit the Ground Transportation Desk, located in all airports, to arrange private travel into Manhattan or get directions for public transportation.

Passage Eight

Passports

A）If you've ever traveled outside the United States, one of the most important tasks you had to complete before your trip was applying for a passport. A copy of your original birth certificate may suffice for short trips to Mexico or the Caribbean, say on a cruise. But, generally speaking, if you want to see the world, you have to have a passport—the only universally accepted form of identification.

B）What exactly is a passport and how long has it been around? Passports have been around in some form for hundreds of years. Governments learned long ago that an official document or certification—one that identified a traveler as a citizen or national with a right to protection while abroad and a right to return to the country of his citizenship—is a necessity. Passports, letters of transit and similar documents were used for centuries to allow individuals to travel safely in foreign lands, but the adoption of the passport by all nations is a development of the 19th and 20th centuries. According to State Department historians, except for brief periods during wartime, passports were not generally required for travel abroad and few obstacles were presented by foreign states' passport requirements until after 1914. An executive order made on Dec. 15, 1915, required every person entering or leaving the United States to have a valid passport.

C）I'm just a kid—do I need a passport? Every citizen who leaves the country must have a valid passport—even babies. If you're 12 or under, you don't have to go with your parent to apply in person, but you'll still have to have your photo taken for your passport. You can find passport applications at any regional passport agency or at designated post offices or clerk of court offices. （Check out the State Department's page on Passport Agencies, or check your local telephone directory—look for Passport Services under the Department of State listing in the federal government blue pages of the directory.） Today, you can even download and print your own passport applications. However, you still have to go in person to apply for your first passport.

D）You should apply for your passport several months in advance of your planned departure, making sure you fill in the dates of your upcoming trip in the appropriate place on the application. If you'll need visas from foreign embassies （find out by checking foreign entry requirements for the country you'll visit）, allow more time. It's very important to check those requirements. Imagine how disappointed you'd be if you were turned back on the day of your departure because your passport expires in three months and the country you're visiting requires it to be valid at least six months AFTER you return home! Also check on immunization requirements—you may need to be inoculated（接种） before you can enter a country!

E）As a rule, it takes about 25 business days to process your passport application and get the document sent to you. Something to think about: Lines are longest at passport agencies from January to July, resulting in longer waiting times for applicants. You might want to avoid the crowds by applying through a nearby clerk of court or post office that accepts passport applications. There are over 3,500 of these located throughout the United States—you can search for an acceptance agency near you.

F）What happens to my passport application after I submit it? If you apply at a passport acceptance facility, like the post office, the same day that you apply, your application will be sent to Passport Services for processing, and you will receive your passport by first class mail within six weeks. If you apply at a passport agency, you will receive your passport within five weeks （25 business days） by first class mail. Your passport will be sent to the mailing address you provided on your application.

G）How much will my passport cost? When you consider its importance and how long it lasts, a passport is a pretty good deal. For routine services （using Form DSP-11）, passports for adults 16 and older cost $60 （$45 for the passport and $15 for execution）. Those age 15 and younger pay a total of $40. （None of these fees includes the cost of overnight mail!） If you were born outside the United States and your citizenship has not yet been determined or if the passport agent considers your case “complex”, getting a passport will cost more. As we discussed earlier, expediting an application will also cost more.

H）How much does passport renewal cost and how does it work? It will cost $40 if you can use Form DSP-82 to renew your passport by mail. You can use this form if either of these applies: You possess and can submit your most recent passport; Your previous passport was issued on or after your 16th birthday and within the past 12 years. To apply for passport renewal by mail, complete Form DSP-82, sign it and date it. Your packet should also include your current （or most recent） passport, two identical passport photos and the $40 fee （plus $35 if you want expedited service）. If your name has changed since your last passport was issued, you'll need to submit a certified copy （NOT a photocopy） of the court order, adoption decree（判决）, marriage certificate or divorce decree. Send it all to the National Passport Center. （Note: If your passport has been damaged or altered in any way, you must apply in person and bring IDs and proofs of citizenship! You can also render your passport invalid if you damage it severely and can even be prosecuted for the act!）

I）If you're a U.S. citizen living abroad, you should renew your passport at the nearest U.S. Embassy or U.S. Consulate. Passports renewed by mail can only be forwarded to U.S. addresses. Most people view their passports as important memorabilia（值得纪念之物） and are eager to get them back. That's why your previous passport, marked “canceled”, will be returned to you with your new one.

Passage Nine

Olympic Torches

A）Every two years, people around the world wait in anticipation as a torch-bearing runner enters the Olympic arena and lights the cauldron. The symbolic lighting of the Olympic flame marks the beginning of another historic Olympic Games. The opening ceremony is the end of a long journey for the Olympic torch. By the time it arrives in the stadium, it has traveled thousands of miles. It may have crossed oceans and deserts and traversed mountains. It may have been carried on planes, trains, bicycles, boats, and even dog sleds. And it will have passed through the hands of thousands of different people around the globe.

B）Fire has always held great power for humans. It cooks our food, keeps us warm, and lights our way through the dark. The ancient Greeks revered the power and fire. In Greek mythology, the god Prometheus stole fire from Zeus and gave it to humans. To celebrate the passing of fire from Prometheus to man, the Greeks would hold relay races. Athletes would pass a lit torch to one another until the winner reached the finish line. The Greeks held their first Olympic Games in 776 B.C. The Games, held every four years at Olympia, honored Zeus and other Greek gods. The Olympics also marked the beginning of a period of peace for the often warring Greeks. At the start of the Games, runners called “heralds of peace” would travel throughout Greece, declaring a “sacred truce” to all wars between rival city-states. The truce would remain in place for the duration of the games, so that spectators could safely travel to the Olympics.

C）A constantly burning flame was a regular fixture throughout Greece. It usually graced the altars of the Greek gods. In Olympia, there was an altar dedicated to Hera, goddess of birth and marriage. At the start of the Olympic Games, the Greeks would ignite a cauldron of flames upon Hera's altar. They lit the flame using a hollow disc or mirror called a skaphia, which, much like the modern parabolic mirror, focused the sun's rays into a single point to light the flame. The flame would burn throughout the Games as a sign of purity, reason, and peace. The Greeks stopped holding their Olympic Games after about a thousand years, and the torch relays and lighting of the flame also stopped. The Olympic Games did not reemerge until 1896, when the first modern Games were held in Athens. The torch relay took a bit longer to reemerge.

D）The torch begins its journey long before the Olympic Games commence. It starts out as an idea in the mind of a designer or group of designers. Several design teams submit proposals to the Olympic Committee for the opportunity to create and build the torch. The team that wins the assignment will design a torch that is both aesthetically pleasing and functional. A technical or engineering team handles the functional aspect, making sure that the torch can not only stay lit across the distance, but also make it through sometimes grueling conditions. The first torch used in the modern Olympics （the 1936 Berlin Games） was made of a thin steel rod topped with a circular piece from which the flame rose. It was inscribed with a dedication to the runners. The look of the modern Olympic torch originated with John Hench, a Disney artist who designed the torch for the 1960 Winter Olympics in Squaw Valley, California. His design provided the basis for all future torches. Since then, designers have tried to create a torch that represents the host country and the theme for that Olympic Games.

E）A torch can take a year or two to design and build. And once the torch has been built, it must be tested rigorously in all kinds of weather conditions. The torch must then be replicated ... and replicated. It's not just one torch making the journey to the Olympic stadium; it's thousands. Anywhere from 10,000 to 15,000 torches are constructed to accommodate the thousands of runners who carry them through each leg of the Olympic relay. Each runner has the opportunity to purchase his torch at the end of his leg of the relay. Although torch design and construction vary from year to year, the torch must always contain the same basic elements: fuel to create the flame; a fuel delivery system to get the flame out of the top of the torch; an aerodynamic design that is both lightweight and safe for the runner to carry.

F）The torch must stay lit the entire length of its journey. It must survive wind, rain, sleet, snow, and a variety of climates （desert, mountain, ocean）. The torch must also be light enough so that it is comfortable for each runner to carry （usually between 3 and 4 pounds or 1.4 and 1.8 kg）; protect the runner from the heat of the flame （as well as from hot debris falling from the flame）; carry enough fuel to stay lit for the entire leg （and a bit extra, in case the leg takes longer than anticipated）; have a bright flame that is visible even on a sunny day.

G）For fuel, early torches burned everything from gunpowder to olive oil. Some torches used a mixture of hexamine （a mixture of formaldehyde and ammonia） and naphthalene （the hydrogen and carbon-based substance in mothballs） with an igniting liquid. These substances weren't always the most efficient fuel sources, and they were sometimes dangerous. In the 1956 games, the final torch in the relay was lit by magnesium and aluminum, burning chunks of which fell from the torch and seared the runner's arms. The first liquid fuels were introduced at the 1972 Munich games. Torches since that time have carried liquid fuels—they are stored under pressure as a liquid, but burn as a gas to produce a flame. Liquid fuel is safe for the runner and can be stored in a lightweight canister.

H）The Olympic torch is lit several months before the start of the actual games. The flame begins its journey at the site of the original Olympic Games—Olympia, Greece. It is lit, just as it was in ancient times, at the Temple of Hera. An actress dressed as a ceremonial priestess, in the robes of the ancient Greeks, lights the torch via the same technique used in the original Games. She uses a parabolic mirror to focus light rays from the sun. The parabolic mirror has a curved shape. When it is held toward the sun, the curvature focuses the rays to a single point. The energy from the sun creates a great deal of heat. The priestess holds a torch in the center of the parabolic mirror, and the heat ignites the fuel in the torch, sparking a flame. If the sun is not shining on the day of the lighting ceremony, the priestess can light the torch with a flame that was lit on a sunny day before the ceremony.

I）The flame is carried in a fire pot to an altar in the ancient Olympic stadium, where it is used to light the first runner's torch. For the Winter Games, the relay actually begins at the monument to Pierre de Coubertin （the man who founded the modern Olympic games in 1896）, which is located near the stadium.

1. The Olympic torch is lit at the Temple of Hera by an actress dressed as a ceremonial priestess.

Passage Ten

World Wildlife Fund

A）News about the environment is dismal these days. Air pollution is threatening the survival of plants and animals and the welfare of people around the world. Millions of acres of forests have been burnt in the last three decades, costing a huge number of lives and a tremendous amount of money. By the year 2025, up to two-thirds of the world's population is predicted to experience water shortages. And every day, loss of habitat, illegal trade, over-hunting, and economic development destroy wildlife to a greater extent.

B）The World Wildlife Fund for Nature （known as WWF） safeguards nature and ecological processes. Its mission is “to stop the degradation of the planet's natural environment and to build a future in which humans live in harmony with nature.” Through policy work, advocacy, grass-roots action, education, and capacity building, WWF acts to conserve the world's biological diversity, ensure that the use of renewable natural resources is sustainable and promote the reduction of pollution and wasteful consumption.

C）WWF was started after a trip was made in 1960 by the renowned British biologist and first General Director of UNESCO, Sir Julian Huxley, who went to East Africa to report on wildlife conservation in the area. Huxley was not pleased by what he observed and warned that much of the region's wildlife could disappear within the next 20 years. In response to his admonition, early the next year, a group of committed experts gathered to establish an organization that would support conservation efforts. The group decided to base its operations in Switzerland. At the same time, a panda named Chi-Chi was a widely popular attraction at the London Zoo. The group decided that a panda would make a superb logo for the new organization.

D）Currently, there are 24 affiliates of WWF International, plus five organizations that are associated with WWF but operate under a different name. In addition, WWF has primary offices and associates in over 40 countries. Two offices of note are the WWF office in Brussels, which deals with the policies and activities of the European Union （EU）, and the WWF office in Washington, D.C., which works to influence global institutions involved in international economic issues. WWF outgrew its headquarters in Switzerland after its first two decades, and in 1979, thanks to an anonymous donation, the organization moved from Morges to the city of Gland. In 1986, WWF changed its official name from “World Wildlife Fund” to “World Wildlife Fund for Nature”, though the U.S. and Canada have continued to use “World Wildlife Fund”. In 2001, the organization won a legal claim against the World Wrestling Federation （now World Wrestling Entertainment） over use of the initials WWF.

E）The founders of WWF established the National Appeals, now known as National Organizations. These are separate legal entities that are responsible to their own boards and accountable to their donors. They give up to two-thirds of the funds they raise to the international secretariat （at WWF International） and keep the remainder to spend on whichever conservation projects they choose. WWF International is accountable to the National Organizations, donors, and the Swiss authorities. Offices of WWF fall into one of two categories: those that can raise funds and carry out work independently; those that must work under the direction of one of the independent WWF offices. All offices, however, carry out local conservation work such as practical field projects, scientific research, advising governments on environmental policy, promoting environmental education, and raising awareness of environmental issues.

F）To keep operations going, in 1970, the President of WWF International, Prince Bernhard of the Netherlands, otherwise known as the “Flying Prince of Conservation”, set up a fund known as “The 1,001: A Nature Trust”, to which 1,001 individuals each contributed $10,000 （totaling just over $10 million）. Interest from the trust fund helps WWF International to meet its administration costs. Since 1983, WWF has collaborated with postal authorities in more than 200 countries to feature select threatened species on official postage stamps, so far raising over $13 million. In total, contributions from individuals remain the organization's most important source of funds, making up approximately half of its annual income. Governments and aid agencies provide 20 percent of WWF's income, while 16 percent comes from trusts and legacies and 17 percent comes from other sources, including donations from corporations and royalties on merchandise.

G）Throughout its more than 40 years, WWF has contributed significantly to the development and impact of the world conservation movement and to sustainable development. Here are a few examples of the impressive work WWF has done. Project Tiger—Launched in 1973, WWF set up a task force with Indira Gandhi to put aside land for nine tiger reserves in India. India later added six more reserves, while Nepal followed suit with three, and Bangladesh with one. Today, there are 23 tiger reserves in India spread over an area of about 33,000 square kilometers （12,700 square miles）. Outside of India, WWF is working to protect Sumatran tigers in Indonesia, Indo-Chinese tigers in Malaysia, Bengal tigers in Nepal, and Siberian tigers in Russia.

H）Tropical Rainforest Campaign—Launched in 1975, WWF raised money and arranged for several dozen representative tropical rainforest areas in Central and West Africa, Southeast Asia, and Latin America to be managed as national parks or reserves. A second tropical forest campaign was launched in 1982 at the opening of the national parks congress in Bali （Indonesia）, which mobilized roughly $2.5 million for projects in 11 countries. Forest conservation has been taken seriously as a major habitat issue ever since. The Seas Must Live—Launched in 1976, WWF set up marine sanctuaries for whales, dolphins, and seals, and to protect marine turtle nesting sites. Currently, WWF is working around the world to save our seas and marine life by building up political will to end chronic overfishing, reducing the use of destructive fishing methods, rebuilding devastated fisheries, and improving resource management.

I）Save the Rhino—Launched in 1979, WWF raised over $1 million to combat rhino poaching. Thanks to the efforts of WWF, the number of rhinoceroses in Kaziranga National Park, India, rose from 400 in 1966 to 1,300 in 1995; in Chitwan Park, Nepal, from 60 in the late 1960s to 600 today; and in southern Africa, from 20 at the turn of the last century to nearly 8,000 today. World Conservation Strategy—In 1980, WWF published a recommended set of strategies that suggest taking a holistic approach and highlight the importance of using natural resources in a sustainable fashion. The strategy defined the three chief goals of conservation: maintenance of essential ecological processes and life support systems; preservation of genetic diversity; and sustainable use of species and ecosystems. Since the launch, 50 countries have formulated and initiated their own conservation strategies based on WWF's recommendations.

J）Today, WWF focuses its efforts on six global issues. They fall into three categories. Three Biomes—WWF is working to conserve forests, freshwater ecosystems, and oceans and coasts, which contain the bulk of the world's biodiversity and provide the environmental goods and services upon which all life ultimately depends. The Question of Species—WWF has identified a small number of flagship species whose conservation is of special concern. Two Global Threats—WWF is working to address consequences resulting from the spread of toxic chemicals and the phenomenon of climate change.

F　文中原句为：Because of the variety of immigrant groups, both historically and currently, New York is often referred to as a true “melting pot”. 题目的信息出自F段最后一句。可以用带有引号的“melting pot”作为本题的定位词。题目将原文中的原因状语变为原因状语从句并加以后置，还进行了部分改写：both historically and currently的信息看似被省略，实际用have been doing的表达表现了出来；另外，题目将原文中的被动语态A be referred to as B变为主动语态calling A B的结构，将the variety of immigrant groups变为come from many parts of the world。

8. I　文中原句为：Taxis charge a flat rate to drop visitors at any destination in Manhattan, but taxes and tolls are additional. 此题的信息来自I段第三句。题目对原文句式进行了改写，主语由原文的Taxis变为taxes and tolls，谓语动词由原文中的charge变为被动的be paid，句子表达也相应发生了变化。此题可以通过taxi来定位，文章只有最后一段提到了taxi。

9. D　文中原句为：No discussion about New York would be complete without asking why New York is referred to as “the Big Apple”. 题目的信息来自D段第一句。这道题可以通过“the Big Apple”来定位。题目进行了简单的句式变化和同义词替换，较容易分辨。

10. B　文中原句为：The boroughs are separated from each other by various bodies of water and are connected by subways, bridges and tunnels. 此题的信息来自B段最后一句。可以尝试用boroughs, subways, bridges, tunnels等词定位。题目是对原文句式的改写，将原文通过and连接的两个分句转化成非限定性定语从句的形式，另外将被动语态are connected by替换为主动语态join...together。

Passage Eight

文章精要

护照是所有公民出国旅行的有效“通行证”。本文主要向读者介绍如何申请护照以及护照申请时间、费用和护照更新的情况。

答案解析

1. D　文中原句为：Also check on immunization requirements—you may need to be inoculated（接种）before you can enter a country！此题的信息来自D段最后一句。这道题采用的是“省略”改写法，题目中的表述省去了原句破折号前面的部分，作了一处词性变换：将be inoculated变为名词inoculation，此外还改变了时间状语从句的表达方法。

2. G　文中原句为：Those age 15 and younger pay a total of $40. 题目信息来自G段第四句。本题比较容易定位，数字信息age 15可以帮我们把这句话定位在讨论办护照所需花费的G段。题目中主要的改写是“15岁及以下”这个表达：原文是Those age 15 and younger，题目中变成定语从句a person who is or under the age of 15。题目还将原文中的sb. pay some money的表达换成了sth. cost sb. some money这一结构。

3. A　文中原句为：But, generally speaking, if you want to see the world, you have to have a passport—the only universally accepted form of identification. 此题的信息来自A段最后一句。题目对原文这句话的主干部分进行了改写，将条件状语从句后置，将have to替换为名词must，将see the world变为go around the world。

4. E　文中原句为：You might want to avoid the crowds by applying through a nearby clerk of court or post office that accepts passport applications. 题目的信息出自E段倒数第二句。原句中的状语by doing sth.的内容变为了题目中的主句，原句中的宾语to avoid the crowds被替换为to beat the crowd，在题目句子中作目的状语。

5. H　文中原句为：To apply for passport renewal by mail, complete Form DSP-82, sign it and date it. Your packet should also include your current （or most recent） passport, two identical passport photos and the $40 fee （plus $35 if you want expedited service）. 题目的信息来自H段中间部分（第四、五句）。此题可以通过专有名词Form DSP-82来定位。改写之处主要有：complete变为filled-out, identical变为定语从句that look the same。

6. F　文中原句为：If you apply at a passport agency, you will receive your passport within five weeks （25 business days） by first class mail. 题目信息来自F段倒数第二句。题目中的句子将原文中的条件状语从句放在了后边，并将主句主语you变为your passport，原文中的信息“25个工作日”被省略了。

7. I　文中原句为：Most people view their passports as important memorabilia（值得纪念之物） and are eager to get them back. 题目的信息出自I段倒数第二句。题目将原文and连接的并列句改编为原因状语从句，并进行了几处改写：are eager to变为would like to, view变为think, memorabilia变为help to keep their past memories alive。

8. C　文中原句为：If you're 12 or under, you don't have to go with your parent to apply in person, but you'll still have to have your photo taken for your passport. 此题的信息来自C段第三句。题目只选取了原文这句话的前半句进行了改写，将原文中的条件状语从句If you're 12 or under整合到了主语中，变为Those under the age of 13；将apply in person转述为show up when applying。

9. B　文中原句为：Governments learned long ago that an official document or certification—one that identified a traveler as a citizen or national with a right to protection while abroad and a right to return to the country of his citizenship—is a necessity. 此题的信息来自B段第三句。这道题采用的是“总结式”的改写方法，只取破折号前、后的信息进行总结。题目将learned替换为realized，将an official document or certification具体化为passports，将名词a necessity变为it is necessary to...的表述方式。

10. B　文中原句为：According to State Department historians, except for brief periods during wartime, passports were not generally required for travel abroad and few obstacles were presented by foreign states' passport requirements until after 1914. 此题的信息来自B段倒数第二句。这道题省略了原文的部分信息，并进行了几处替换：将until after 1914变为Before 1914，并从句尾调至句首，将generally required变为don't need...in general，将except for引导的内容改用unless引导。

Passage Nine

答案解析

1. H　文中原句为：It is lit, just as it was in ancient times, at the Temple of Hera. An actress dressed as a ceremonial priestess, in the robes of the ancient Greeks, lights the torch... 此题的信息来自H段三、四句。本题可以通过Temple of Hera这个专有名词来定位。题目将两句原文中的主要信息整合在了一起，用一个句子表达出来，词语替换上将代词it还原为了The Olympic torch。

2. E　文中原句为：And once the torch has been built, it must be tested rigorously in all kinds of weather conditions. 题目信息来自E段第二句。题目将once引导的从句改为after引导，并后置，另外将be tested rigorously替换为undergo strict testing, all kinds of替换为various, built变为made。

3. I　文中原句为：The flame is carried in a fire pot to an altar in the ancient Olympic stadium, where it is used to light the first runner's torch. 此题的信息来自I段第一句。题目是对原文句子的改写，题目句子将原文句子中定语从句部分的宾语the first runner's torch设为主语，而且省略了原文中的部分信息。本题可以通过ancient Olympic stadium来定位，尽管文中多处出现了Olympic，但后边跟着stadium的只在两处出现。

4. B　文中原句为：To celebrate the passing of fire from Prometheus to man, the Greeks would hold relay races. 题目的信息出自B段第五句，可以通过Prometheus来定位。题目是对原文句子的转述，主语由原文的Greeks变为了Relay races，目的状语To celebrate...被in order to celebrate...替换，名词短语the passing of fire被替换为the legend that...passed fire...取代。

5. G　文中原句为：The first liquid fuels were introduced at the 1972 Munich games. Torches since that time have carried liquid fuels...题目的信息来自G段倒数第二、三句。题目将原文中的两句话进行了省略，删除次要信息，总结成了一句话。年份词1972可以用来定位。题目中有一处同义替换：introduced变为employed。

6. D　文中原句为：The torch begins its journey long before the Olympic Games commence. 题目的信息来自D段第一句。题目将主语The torch变为了The travel of the torch，并进行了几处简单的替换：journey变为travel, begins变为starts, long before 变为much earlier than, commence变为opening。

7. A　文中原句为：The symbolic lighting of the Olympic flame marks the beginning of another historic Olympic Games. 题目的信息出自A段第二句。题目中的主语由原文中的The symbolic lighting of the Olympic flame变为The moment when the Olympic flame is lit，谓语动词marks被替换为signifies，宾语the beginning被替换为the start。

8. D　文中原句为：The look of the modern Olympic torch originated with John Hench, a Disney artist who designed the torch for the 1960 Winter Olympics in Squaw Valley, California. 此题的信息来自D段倒数第三句。题目是对原文内容的引申性改写，省略了部分信息，可以用人名John Hench来定位。

9. F　文中原句为：... have a bright flame that is visible even on a sunny day. 题目信息来自F段最后一句。题目中将even修饰的时间状语改为由when引导的时间状语从句并提至句首，将主语The torch变为了people，将visible替换为can see。这道题的定位词sunny在文中不太明显，会给定位带来一定困难。

10. C　文中原句为：The Olympic Games did not reemerge until 1896, when the first modern Games were held in Athens. 此题的信息来自C段倒数第二句。题目是对原文句式的改写，用一个强调句突出了1896年这个时间点，这正是我们定位所需的关键词，通过信息词就可以将题目定位于C段。

Passage Ten

答案解析

1. D　文中原句为：Currently, there are 24 affiliates of WWF International, plus five organizations that are associated with WWF but operate under a different name. 题目信息来自D段第一句。题目将Currently改为了At present，将原文的24个附属机构和5个组织合并为29 affiliates and organizations。

2. H　文中原句为：A second tropical forest campaign was launched in 1982 at the opening of the national parks congress in Bali （Indonesia）, which mobilized roughly $2.5 million for projects in 11 countries. 题目信息来自H段第二句，属于数字信息定位题。题目中出现了3个数字，很容易定位到原文H段。

3. J　文中原句为：... WWF is working to address consequences resulting from the spread of toxic chemicals and the phenomenon of climate change. 题目信息来自J段最后一句。题目将原文中的is working to换为is trying its best to，将address consequences resulting from换为deal with the problems it caused。

4. G　文中原句为：Throughout its more than 40 years, WWF has contributed significantly to the development and impact of the world conservation movement and to sustainable development. 题目信息来自G段首句。题目将Throughout its more than 40 years换成了Since WWF was founded more than 40 years ago，将has contributed significantly to改成has made a great contribution to。

5. C　文中原句为：WWF was started after a trip was made in 1960... 题目信息来自C段第一句。原文中started是“成立”的意思，题目将其改为founded，同时将after用in the wake of代替。

6. J　文中原句为：Today, WWF focuses its efforts on six global issues. 题目信息来自J段首句。题目变换了原句的结构，将six global issues作为主语，并对focuses its efforts进行了解释。

7. I　文中原文为：Since the launch, 50 countries have formulated and initiated their own conservation strategies based on WWF's recommendations. 题目信息来自I段最后一句。题目将原句的主动结构变为被动结构，将based on同义转换为on the basis of, formulated and initiated被同义替换为set and started。

8. C　文中原句为：Huxley was not pleased by what he observed and warned that much of the region's wildlife could disappear within the next 20 years. 题目信息来自C段第二句，可以归为数字定位题。由20 years初步将题目信息定位到文中C段，再将题目句子和文中对应句子加以比对，可知题目对原句结构稍作了修改，将几个单词分别进行了同义转换，如pleased被替换为pleasant, disappear被替换为go extinct。

9. F　文中原句为：In total, contributions from individuals remain the organization's most important source of funds, making up approximately half of its annual income. 题目信息来自F段倒数第二句。题目将原句的结构进行了改写，把原句中的现在分词短语making up approximately half of its annual income换成了定语从句who contribute to almost half of the WWF's annual revenue, most important source of funds替换成为top fund donors。

10. A　文中原句为：News about the environment is dismal these days. 题目信息来自A段第一句。题目将these days同义转换为了nowadays，将dismal改为了depressing。



第二部分

仔细阅读

第一章　技巧攻略

第一节　现状与趋势

教育部颁布的《大学英语教学大纲》指出：大学英语教学的目的是培养学生具有较强的阅读能力和一定的听、说、读、写、译能力，使他们能够用英语交流信息。所谓较强的阅读能力，包括阅读速度和阅读理解两个方面。在阅读速度方面，教学大纲规定，四级要求考生每分钟阅读70个英语单词。另外，大纲还明确指出，大学英语四级考试的阅读理解部分主要测试以下能力：

1. 掌握所读材料的主旨大意；

2. 把握与主旨大意有关的事实和细节；

3. 根据事实和细节做出合理推断；

4. 根据上下文判断词汇、短语、句子的含义。

通过对近年四级真题的分析可知，细节题和推断题在每套试题中都占有较大比例，而主旨题、语义题和观点态度题的比例则较小。像主旨题这种送分题型在真题中的比重正逐渐减少，而考查考生根据文章内容或细节进行推理判断的题型则有不断增多的趋势。本书在选材设题时充分考虑到阅读题型不断变化的趋势，为考生提供了充分的、有相当难度的阅读理解题，考生可以根据自己的实际情况有目的地备考。


第二节　对策与技巧

这一节我们将对以上各个题型进行深入剖析，针对不同的题型点拨应试技巧。

一、细节题

细节题的提问方式灵活多变，对象涉及短文的各种具体细节，如时间、地点、原因、结果、方式等。这类题目的一个共同特点是，答案一般都能在文章中直接找到。但有时出题人为了增加题目的难度，会有意避开文中所用的词，而用这些词的同义词。在这种情况下，考生需要依据题干涉及的细节，定位文中相关出处，再对比选项作答。

命题规律

1. 列举处常考。列举处指的是first, second, third等并列关系词出现的部分。要求考生从列举的内容中，选出符合题干要求的答案项。列举方式有时不用数字排序，而是采取句式排比的方式。

2. 举例和比喻出现处常考。为了使自己的观点更具说服力，更加明确，作者常以具体的例子或比喻句来论证。这些例子或比喻常会成为考点，因此考生应对那些引出例子或比喻的标志词加以注意。这类词很多，常见的有as, such as, for example, for instance, a case in point等。

3. （指示）代词出现处常考。这类题常用来考查考生是否真正理解上下文句子之间的关系和意义。

4. 引用人物论断处常考。作者为正确表达自己的观点或使论点更有依据，常会引用某些权威人士的论断或采纳其重要发现等。命题者常在此处做文章。

5. 特殊标点符号后的内容常考。由于特殊标点符号后的内容常是对前面内容的进一步解释和说明，因此命题者常对这些标点符号后的内容进行提问。具体来说，特殊标点符号包括破折号（表解释）、括号（表解释）、冒号（表解释）和 引号（表引用）。



答题技巧


1. 若针对举例、引用名人言论、特殊标点符号后的内容出题，考生可只读例子、名人言论、特殊标点符号前后句的内容，然后将选项对号入座。

2. 如果题目只是针对某一段的内容提问，且答题时间已不充裕，考生只看该段内容即可答题，而不必等把文章全看完才做。

3. 选项中照抄或似乎照抄原文的一般不是答案项，而同义词替换的一般是答案项。

4. 选项中表达意义较具体的或肤浅地表达字面意思的，一般不是答案项，而概括性的、抽象的、含义深刻的一般是答案项。

5. 选项中内容与其他三项有较大差别的可能为答案项。

6. 选项中有绝对语气词的一般不是答案项。这些语气词有：must, always, never, the most, all, merely, only, have to, any, no, completely, none, hardly等。而选项中含有不十分肯定的语气词的一般是答案项。这些语气词有：could, may, often, should, usually, might, most, more or less, relatively, be likely to, possible, not necessarily等。

7. （尤其在议论文中）那些符合一般常识或一般性规律的、意义深刻且富有哲理的、属于普遍现象的选项往往是答案项。

8. 细节题干扰项特点：（1）与原句内容相反；（2）与原文内容一半相同一半不同；（3）与原句内容相似但过于绝对；（4）原文中根本未提及。正确掌握这些干扰项的特点，有助于考生排除干扰项，做出正确的选择。



二、推断题

推断题要求考生根据自己从文中获取的信息进行推理判断。它要求考生不但要掌握文章所表达的字面含义，还要有一定的逻辑判断能力，从文章表面推出更深层的含义。

这类题的答案一般不会直接出现在文章中，文字表面往往没有明显反映作者的全部意图，有些含义需要考生从字里行间去体会，靠自己的逻辑推理能力去判断，从上下文的连贯性及文中有关部分的暗示去分析隐含的意思。这类题常见的主要是对原因、结果、观点、立场等的判断。需要特别指出的是，做这类题时必须把握住问题的关键，紧紧围绕原文，千万不能脱离原文，凭主观臆断进行无依据的推论。

提问方式

1. 针对文章内容、结构等进行判断推理：

From the passage we can draw the conclusion that ______.

It is implied/indicated/suggested that ______.

2. 针对作者的观点、态度、语气等进行判断推理（此部分单列为观点态度题）。

命题规律

1. 综合性推论和判断题常会围绕全文出题。要求将篇首、篇尾、段落中主题句概括归纳并从中推断出全文主题。

2. 综合性推论和判断题还会围绕文章若干段落出题。要求推论和判断出段落间的关系。

3. 支持主题思想的细节部分常考。这些细节部分表现形式多样，可以是列举、例证、实验论证、人物论断等，要求考生对这部分内容进行判断推理。

4. 文章或段落开头处，尤其是文章结尾总结处常考。

5. 语义转折处常考。



答题技巧


1. 若要求对某段内容进行判断、推理，则只看题干要求作答的那一段即可。

2. 选项措辞过于绝对化的，一般不是答案项。

3. 合乎常理、意义深刻或符合一般常识的选项一般是答案项，而照抄原文或对原文作字面解释的则不是答案项。

4. 弄清主题意思。在处理与全文主旨相关的或与文章首尾有关的推断题时，一定要放慢速度，将各段尤其是全文首尾部分的句子读懂，再快速阅读其他部分。

5. 推断题干扰项特点：（1）在文章事实或上下文（句）逻辑基础上进行推理并得出观点，但与题目无关；（2）虽然是以文章提供的事实或内在逻辑为基础进行推理，但推理过头，概括过度。



三、主旨题

主旨题主要测试考生对整篇文章的理解能力。解答主旨题时，最有效的办法是找到并仔细研读文章的主题句。主题句大多数情况下出现在比较重要的位置，如文章的开头或结尾。如果一篇文章包括多个段落，一般来说每个段落的首句也是本段的主题句。文章主题句之外的其他内容一般都是对主题句的解释、补充说明或列举事实等。另外，有些阅读材料的主题思想不是十分明确，需要通读全文，抓住主要论点或论题来归纳出中心思想。应该注意的是，在归纳中心思想时，要从文章实际内容出发，在事实依据的基础上进行判断、推论和归纳。

根据问题内容的不同，这类问题可分为主题型、标题型和目的型。主题型一目了然就是找中心思想（main idea），标题型是为文章选择标题（title），目的型就是推断作者的写作意图（purpose）。

提问方式

What is the main idea/subject of this passage?

What does this passage mainly/primarily concern?

The main theme of this passage is ______.

The main point of the passage is ______.

Which of the following is the best title for the passage?

The title that best expresses the theme of the passage is ______.

On which of the following subject would the passage most likely be found in a textbook?

命题规律

1. 段首、段尾句常考。一般来说，短文中第一段首句或末段末句往往是文章中心思想的表达处；有时一段的段首、段尾句是该段的主题句。因此，命题者常在这些地方出题。

2. 特殊标点符号，尤其是段首的特殊标点符号之后的内容，往往表达了作者的论点，阐释了全文主题，因而成为重点考查内容。

3. 语义转折处，尤其是段首的语义转折处，常是考点。因为转折后面的内容往往是作者真实的写作目的或基本观点，而这又正是文章中心思想的所在。

4. 因果句常考。因果句也可表现出作者的目的、观点或文章的主题，因此可成为考点。表示因果关系的词有：because, since, for, as, therefore, consequently, result in, originate from等。有时作者也通过先提出问题（Why...?）而后给予回答的方式阐释文章主题。



答题技巧


1. 在时间紧迫的情况下，可只读首尾段，答案很可能就在这些段落中。

2. 阅读时，注意出现频率高的单词，这些词可能就是蕴含中心思想的关键词。这些关键词可能是同一词多次出现，也可能是同一类词贯穿全文。

3. 单从选项内容上判断，那些概括全文、内容全面、含义深刻、说明道理的选项一般是答案项，而内容片面、单一的选项应排除。

4. 主旨题干扰项特点：（1）只是局部信息，或是一句没有展开论述的话，或是某一段的主要内容；（2）概括范围太宽，概括文章的内容过于一般化，包含的内容超出或多于文章阐述的内容，或是没有具体的内容；（3）无关信息，即在文章中未提到或找不到语言根据的信息。



四、语义题

语义题也就是对一个生词或短语（句）进行提问，一般需要考生知道或推断出该生词的同义词或该短语（句）的引申意义或另一种表述方式。它是四级考试的常考题型。

提问方式

According to the author, the word “...” means _______.

Which of the following is nearest in meaning to “______”?

The term “...” in paragraph... can be best replaced by ______.

What's the meaning of “______”（Line... Para....）?

As used in the line ..., the word “...” refers to ______.

命题规律

1. 含有指示代词的句中，常有被考查的词或短语。

2. 具体环境中，具有指代上下文语义功能的词，尤其是名词，常成为考查对象。

3. 一词多义的常见词及词组易考。有些词一词多义，要求考生能通过阅读，理解该词的确切含义。平时积累词汇时，一定要把其在大纲规定范围内的所有词义都掌握，这样才能稳操胜券。

4. 对比处常考。这类题目旨在考查考生能否从具有对比含义的上下文中猜测出某个单词的含义。

5. 复杂句常考。复杂句由于其句子结构复杂、句子之间的指代关系复杂等特点，常用来考查考生的理解能力。



答题技巧


1. 看所考词汇与全篇文章主题的关系。关系相近、符合主题的一般是答案项。

2. 通过把握连接词（如and, or等）所表达的关系来判断被考词的含义。一般来说，and 连接的内容在含义上是接近的或递进的，而or连接的内容在含义上往往相反，但有时or后面的内容也是对前面内容的进一步解释和说明。当然其他表递进、转折、因果等关系的信号词均可用来帮助判断词义。

3. 选项含义与被考词含义表面上相近的一般不是答案项。

4. 利用被考词的修饰、限定成分判断其含义。这种修饰、限定成分的表现形式多样，可以是定语、其他修饰语、特殊标点符号后面的内容，甚至是该词下属的例子及定义，可以通过这些表达从侧面理解被考词的含义。

5. 选项内容全面、概括性强的，一般是答案项。



五、观点态度题

阅读理解题中常会问到作者对文章某一问题的态度（attitude）、全文的基调（tone）及对文章前后接续内容的判断等，这类问题可统称为观点态度题。

观点态度题的回答应从篇章的体裁入手。一般而言，在说明文中作者的态度是客观的或中立的；而在议论文中，作者的观点则多种多样。

提问方式

What's the writer's attitude to...?

What's the tone of the passage?

The author's view is ______.

The writer's attitude of this passage is apparently ______.

How does the author feel about ...?

命题规律

1. 涉及文章中心思想处常考。文章的中心思想、组织脉络与作者的观点和态度是密切相关的。有时，做一道观点态度题，需要通读全文，分析作者的思想，把握文章脉络，而后才能正确地揣摩出作者的思想和态度。

2. 作者提出观点处常考。这主要出现在议论文中。议论文中作者的思路一般是提出某观点，而后给予论证支持，最后得出与观点相一致的结论。因此，明白了作者的观点就把握了作者的基本思想和态度，这样的内容自然成为观点态度题的考点。

3. 语义转折或强对比处常考。语义转折或强对比处往往标志着作者将要提出文章的重点内容，表明其基本思想，自然也反映了他的观点和态度，因此命题者会围绕此处出题。

4. 文章中有复合句、特殊句型或句式处常考。复合句（尤其是表示条件或让步的主从复合句）中常暗含着作者的观点和态度。而且，特殊句型（如not...but...等）、特殊句式（如强调句式）及虚拟语气等也以不同于一般陈述句的方式提示考生注意所说内容的重要性，该内容一般是与作者的观点和态度有着密切关系的。



答题技巧

3. 要会区分不同的观点，尤其要找出作者的观点。考生要注意文中出现的直接引语和间接引语中的观点（一般是说话人而非作者的观点）。作者的观点一般用in my view, in my opinion, personally, I think, I hold等表达。

4. 对于选项而言，要分清选项中的褒义词、中性词和贬义词，以此对照全文。

第二章　人文类

﻿本章导读

在历年四级阅读理解中，人文类文章所占比例在45%左右，是考生阅读需注意的重点。人文类文章涵盖范围很广，涉及文化、教育、语言、心理、历史、政治、体育、哲学、犯罪、家庭、婚姻、人口等，多为社会生活中的常见问题。这就要求考生加强对各种社会问题的了解和认识，多掌握相关的背景知识，以便顺利理解文章；还应注意多积累一些特殊领域的常见词汇，提高阅读速度和对文章的理解能力，阅读时多注意对细节的把握。

人文类文章多是议论文和说明文，作者常常在介绍人类生活某方面的知识时，表述自己或他人对某事或某物的观点、态度等。在结构上通常是开篇提出文章的中心句，指明文章要阐述的某种现象或问题；接下来对该现象或问题出现的原因、发展情况、结果和影响等进行论述和说明；最后作者往往会提出解决问题的方法，或是表明自己的观点和态度。

The potential of closed-circuit television and other new electronic teaching tools is so great that it is fascinating
 to visualize “the school of tomorrow”.

Televised lessons will originate from a central building having perhaps four or five master studios. The lessons will be carried into classrooms all over a city, or even an entire country.

After a televised lesson has been given, the classroom teacher will take over for the all-important “follow-up” period. The students will ask any troublesome
 questions, and difficult points will be cleared up through discussion.

Women earn less than men. For example, in 1988 the hourly wages of women in the U.S. were 26% less than those of men. The gap
 between male and female incomes varies with age. The gap between the labor incomes of young women and young men is much smaller than that between middle-aged women and men. It is also clear that jobs in which women are concentrated pay less.

The larger the number of workers in an industry who are women, the lower the average wages. Why do women earn less than men? Are the differences explained by the fact that women are looked down upon? If so, the government has to intervene, to force the employers to pay equal wages to equal jobs. However, there is no agreement among economists about the causes of the gap. ①One view argues that women on the average have chosen low paying jobs in which workers enjoy the freedom of entering and leaving the labor force, which reduces their years of experience relative to men.

Other people say the gap can also be explained by the difference in educational background which is shown in the difference in the marginal product between men and women. Much of the gap, however, has not been fully explained. It might be the result of some bias against women. It is this part that has produced calls for government action. What would happen if the government did intervene to increase the wages paid to women? One possibility
 is that incomes for women as a group might actually decline
 . An increase in wage
 decreases the quantity of labor input
 demanded, resulting in decreased employment as the rate of hiring new workers declines. The result will be a surplus
 of labor. Those who can find jobs might be better off
 while those who had jobs might find themselves out of work.

Drunken driving—sometimes called America's socially accepted form of murder—has become a national epidemic. Every hour of every day about three Americans on average are killed by drunken drivers, adding up to an incredible
 250,000 over the past decade
 .

A drunken driver is usually defined as one with a 0.10 blood alcohol content or roughly three beers, glasses of wine or shots of whisky drunk within two hours. Heavy drinking used to be an acceptable part of the American macho（男子气概的） image
 and judges were lenient in most courts, but the drunken slaughter has recently caused so many well-publicized tragedies, especially involving young children, that public opinion is no longer so tolerant.

Twenty states have raised the legal
 drinking age to 21, reversing a trend
 in the 1960s to reduce it to 18. After New Jersey lowered it to 18, the number of people killed by 18~20-year-old drivers more than doubled, so the state recently upped it back to 21.

①Reformers, however, fear raising the drinking age will have little effect unless accompanied by educational programs to help young people to develop “responsible attitudes” about drinking and teach them to resist peer
 pressure to drink.

Tough new laws have led to increased arrests and tests and in many areas already, to a marked decline in fatalities. Some states are also penalizing bars for serving customers too many drinks. A tavern（酒馆） in Massachusetts was fined for serving six or more double brandies to a customer who was “obviously intoxicated” and later drove off the road, killing a nine-year-old boy.

②As the fatalities continue to occur daily in every state, some Americans are even beginning to speak well of the 13 years national prohibition of alcohol that began in 1919, which President Hoover called the“noble experiment”. They forget that legal prohibition didn't stop drinking, but encouraged political corruption and organized crime. As with the booming drug trade generally, there is no easy solution
 .

 for the past six years.

The most liberal
 wing of the President's party has called for stronger and more direct action. They want an income policy to check inflation
 while federal financing helps rebuild industry behind a wall of protective
 tariffs.

The Republicans, however, decry（谴责） even the modest, graduated tax increases in the President's program. They want tax cuts and more open market. They say if federal money has to be injected into the economy, let it through defense spending.

Both these alternatives ignore the unique nature of the economic problem before us. It is not simply a matter of markets or financing. The new technology allows vastly increased production for those able to master it. But it also threatens those who fail to adopt it with permanent
 second-class citizenship in the world economy. If an industry cannot lever itself up to the leading stage of technological advances, then it will not be able to compete effectively. If it cannot do this, no amount of government protectionism or access to foreign markets can keep it profitable for long. Without the profits and experience of technological excellence to reinvest, that industry can only fall still further behind its foreign competitors.

So the crux（症结） is the technology and that is where the President's program focused. The danger is not that a plan will not be passed, but it is that the ideologues（理论家） of right and left will distort the bill with amendments that will blur its focus on technology. The economic restructuring plan should be passed intact. If we fail to restructure our economy now, we may not get a second chance.

13. D　细节题。第三段提到，新泽西州将饮酒的法定年龄降低到18岁，结果18~20岁的年轻人酒后驾车伤亡事故增加了一倍多，说明酒后驾车的年轻人很多，饮酒的法定年龄应当提高。

They found that each drum when hit made a different noise, so they started tuning them until everyone noted that bass and trebles could be“drummed”. Years later a Trinidadian steel band was invited to Vienna, where they played Mozart to a surprised audience.

The beating of drums goes way back to their ancestors
 in Africa. Africans today still beat drums on special occasions. But in the West Indies steel drums can also be played along with calypsos, a form of Caribbean folk song which was first sung in Trinidad. Calypsos have a strong, simple rhythm.

Carnival was brought to Trinidad by the French. It is the main event in the Trinidadian calendar
 starting after Christmas and reaching its most exciting moments during the last two days before Ash Wednesday. Treasury Department spent nearly 10 years on the redesign and has added a number of state-of-the-art features: micro printing, color-shifting ink, a polymer（聚合物） security thread. The most striking
 change, however, is the enlargement of Benjamin Franklin's portrait
 : he now dominates the bill like a movie star in a newspaper advertisement.

The money we carry around is so familiar that whenever a new bill or coin is introduced, it creates a ripple（波动） in our ordinary lives. But not much more than a ripple, and since few people use $100 bills regularly, most Americans greet the arrival of the new note with no stronger emotion
 than curiosity.

Some foreigners, by contrast, have become clearly worried by the news of its arrival. Around the world, U.S. currency—and the $100 bill in particular—is often treated as the ultimate
 repository（贮藏所） of value. The Federal Reserve estimates that two-thirds of all U.S. cash circulates
 outside the United States. In nations where inflation is high and where there are few credible banking institutions—from Latin America to Africa—people save and conduct business in $100 bills. And with the U.S. issuing new $100 bills, many abroad are worrying that the ones they already have are about to become worthless
 .

The fear is most widespread in Russia. The Russian Central Bank estimates that somewhere between $15 billion and $20 billion of U.S. currency is in Russia, about 80% of it in the form of $100 bills. Everyone from small savers to businessmen to members of Mafia（黑手党） relies on hundreds, so the changes in the bill are causing high anxiety. Many Russians have already changed their meager（微不足道） supply of $100 bills into smaller U.S. notes. But over the next few years Treasury plans to redesign every note except the $1 bill.

Every profession or trade, every art, and every science has its technical vocabulary. Different occupations, however, differ
 widely in the character of their special vocabularies. In trades and handicrafts, and other vocations, like farming and fishery, that have occupied great numbers of men from remote
 times, the technical vocabulary, is very old. It consists largely of native words, or of borrowed words that have worked themselves into the very fiber
 of our language.


Hence
 , though highly technical in many particulars, these vocabularies are more familiar in sound, and more generally understood, than most other technicalities. The special dialects
 of law, medicine, divinity（神学）, and philosophy have also, in their older strata（社会阶层）, become pretty familiar to cultivated persons and have contri- buted much to the popular vocabulary. Yet every vocation still possesses a large body of technical terms that remain essentially foreign, even to educated
 speech. And the proportion has been much increased in the last fifty years, particularly in the various departments of natural and political science and in the mechanic
 arts. Here new terms are coined with the greatest freedom and abandoned with indifference when they have served their turn. Most of the new coinages are confined
 to special discussions, and seldom get into general literature or conversation.

Yet no profession is nowadays, as all professions once were, a close guild. The lawyer, the physician, the man of science, the divine, associated freely with his fellow-creatures, and does not meet them in a merely professional way. Furthermore, what is called “popular science” makes everybody acquainted with modern views and recent discoveries. Any important experiment, though made in a remote or provincial laboratory, is at once reported in the newspapers, and everybody is soon talking about it—as in the case of the Roentgen rays and wireless telegraphy（电信技术）. Thus our common speech is always taking up new technical terms and making them commonplace.

In a family where the roles of men and women are not sharply separated and where many household
 tasks are shared to a greater or lesser extent, notions of male superiority are hard to maintain. The pattern of sharing in tasks and in decision makes for equality and this in turn leads to further sharing. In such a home, the growing boy and girl learn to accept equality more easily than did their parents and to prepare more fully for participation in a world characterized
 by cooperation rather than by the “battle of the sexes”.

If the process goes too far and man's role is regarded as less important—and that has happened in some cases—we are as badly off
 as before, only in reverse.

It is time to reassess the role of the man in the American family. We are getting a little tired of “Momism”—but we don't want to exchange it for a “neo-Popism”. What we need, rather, is the recognition
 that bringing up children involves a partnership of equals. There are signs that psychiatrists, psychologists, social workers, and specialists on the family are becoming more aware of the part men play and that they have decided that women should not receive all the credit nor the blame. We have almost given up saying that a woman's place is in the home. We are beginning, however, to analyze
 man's place in the home and to insist that he does have a place in it. Nor is that place irrelevant to the healthy development of the child.

The family is a co-operative enterprise for which it is difficult to lay down rules, because each family needs to work out
 its own ways for solving its own problems.

We find that bright children are rarely held back by mixed ability teaching. On the contrary, both their knowledge and experience are enriched. We feel that there are many disadvantages in streaming（把……按能力分班） pupils. It does not take into account
 the fact that children develop at different rates. It can have a bad effect on both the bright and the not-so-bright child. After all, it can be quite discouraging to be at the bottom of the top grade!

Besides, it is rather unreal to grade people just according to their intellectual
 ability. This is only one aspect of their total personality. We are concerned to develop the abilities of all our pupils to the full, not just their academic ability. We also value personal qualities and social skills, and we find that mixed-ability teaching contributes to all these aspects of learning.

In our classroom, we work in various ways. The pupils often work in groups: this gives them the opportunity to learn to cooperate
 , to share, and to develop leadership
 skills. They also learn how to cope
 with personal problems as well as learning how to think, to make decisions, to analyze and evaluate, and to communicate effectively. The pupils learn from each other as well as from the teacher. Sometimes the pupils work in pairs; sometimes they work on individual tasks and assignments, and they can do this at their own speed. They also have some formal class teaching when this is appropriate. We encourage our pupils to use the library, and we teach them the skills they need in order to do this efficiently. An advanced pupil can do advanced work: it does not matter what age the child is. We expect our pupils to do their best
 , not their least, and we give them every encouragement to attain
 this goal.

A rapid means of long-distance transportation became a necessity
 for the United States as settlement
 spread ever farther westward. The early trains were impractical curiosities, and for a long time the railroad companies met with troublesome mechanical
 problems. The most serious ones were the construction of rails able to bear the load, and the development of a safe, effective stopping system. Once these were solved, the railroad was established as the best means of land transportation. By 1860 there were thousands of miles of railroads crossing the eastern mountain ranges and reaching westward to the Mississippi. There were also regional southern and western lines.

The high point in railroad building came with the construction of the first transcontinental system. ①In 1862 Congress authorized two western railroad companies to build lines from Nebraska westward and from California eastward to a meeting point, so as to complete a transcontinental crossing linking the Atlantic seaboard with the Pacific. The Government helped the railroads generously with money and land. Actual work on this project
 began four years later. The Central Pacific Company, starting from California, used Chinese labor, while the Union Pacific employed crews
 of Irish laborers. The two groups worked at remarkable
 speed, each trying to cover a greater distance than the other. In 1869 they met at a place called Promontory which is now the state of Utah. Many visitors came there for the great occasion
 . There were joyous celebrations all over the country, with parades and the ringing of church bells to honor the great achievement.

During the past 30 years or so, television has become a major agent
 of socialization（社交）, often competing with parents and teachers. It occupies more of the working hours of American children, and so it is called “a member of the family”. School age children watch television between seventeen and thirty hours a week. For preschool children it is often as high as fifty-four hours a week.

By the time the youngster graduates
 from high school, he or she will have spent roughly 11,000 hours in school compared to more than 22,000 hours in front of television. Children are not just watching children's programs. On the contrary
 , the largest part of their viewing takes place between 8 and 11 p.m. Monday through Saturday and between 7 and 11 p.m. on Sunday.

However, 60% of mothers said they placed no “restrictions” on the amount of time; they permitted their children to watch television. Teachers and parents have become increasingly concerned about the effects of television on school performance. Many teachers have reported more and more incidences（发生） of fatigues
 , tension
 , and bad behaviors. To minimize the harmful effects of television, parents and teachers at Kimberton Farms School in Phoenixville, Pennsylvania, have been following written guidelines
 for five years which include no television at all for children through the first grade.

Children in second grade through high school are encouraged to watch no television on school nights and limit viewing to a total of three to four hours on weekends. As many parents reported, the result was obvious. Three days after they turned off the sets, the children could concentrate better, and were more able to follow directions and get along with their neighbors. Recently, the National Parent Teacher Association has been working hard in offering advice on choosing programs, setting time limitations, and helping parents and children develop critical attitudes.

The British psychoanalyst John Bowlby maintains that separation from the parents during the sensitive “attachment” period from birth to three may scar a child's personality and predispose to emotional problems in later life. ①Some people have drawn the conclusion
 from Bowlby's work that children should not be subjected to day care before the age of three because of the parental separation it entails, and many people do believe this. But there are also arguments against such a strong conclusion.

Firstly, anthropologists point out that the insulated love affair between children and parents found in modern societies does not usually exist in traditional societies. For example, in some tribal societies, such as the Ngoni, the father and mother of a child did not rear
 their infant alone—far from it. Secondly, common sense tells us that day care would not be so widespread today if parents, care-takers found children had problems with it. Statistical studies of this kind have not yet been carried out, and they have uniformly reported that day care had a neutral
 or slightly positive effect on children's development. But tests that have had to be used to measure this development are not widely enough accepted to settle the issue.

But Bowlby's analysis raises the possibility that early day care has delayed effects. The possibility that such care might lead to, say, more mental illness or crime 15 or 20 years later can only be explored
 by the use of statistics
 . Whatever the long-term effects, parents sometimes find the immediate effects difficult to deal with. Children under three are likely to protest
 at leaving their parents and show unhappiness. At the age of three or three and a half almost all children find the transition to nursery
 easy, and this is undoubtedly
 why more and more parents make use of child care at this time. The matter, then, is far from clear-cut, though experience and available evidence
 indicate early care is reasonable for infants.

Children learn almost nothing from television, and the more they watch the less they remember. They regard television purely as entertainment, resent programs that demand on them and are surprised that anybody should take the medium
 seriously. Far from being over-excited by programs, they are mildly bored with the whole thing. These are the main conclusions from a new study of children and television. The author Cardiac Cullingford confirms that the modern child is a dedicated viewer. The study suggests that there is little point in the later hours. More than a third of the children regularly watch their favorite programs after 9 p.m. All 11-year-olds have watched programs after midnight.

Apart from the obvious waste of time involved, it seems that all this viewing has little effect. Children don't pay close attention, says Cullingford, and they can recall few details
 . They can remember exactly which programs they have seen but they can rarely explain the elements of a particular plot. Recall was in “reverse
 proportion to the amount they had watched”. It is precisely because television, unlike a teacher, demands so little attention and response
 that children like it, argues Cullingford. Programs seeking to put over serious messages are strongly disliked. So are people who frequently talk on screen. What children like most, and remember best, are the advertisements. They see them as short programs in their own right and particularly enjoy humorous presentation
 . But again, they react strongly against high-pressure
 advertisements that attempt openly to influence them.

On the other hand, they are not emotionally involved in the programs. If they admire the stars, it is because the actors lead glamorous lives and earn a lot of money, not because of their fictional skills with fast cars and shooting villains（恶棍）. They are perfectly clear about the functions of advertisements; by the age of 12, only one in 10 children believe what even favorite ads say about the product
 . And says Cullingford, educational television is probably least successful of all in imparting attitudes or information.

Surprisingly, no one knows how many children receive education in English hospitals, still less the content or quality of that education. Proper records are just not kept. We know that more than 850,000 children go through hospital each year, and that every child of school age has a legal right to continue to receive education while in hospital. We also know there is only one hospital teacher to every 1,000 children in hospital.

Little wonder the latest survey concludes
 that the extent and type of hospital teaching available
 differ a great deal across the country. It is found that half the hospitals in England which admit children have no teacher. A further quarter have only a part-time teacher. The special children's hospitals in major cities do best; general hospitals in the country and holiday areas are worst off. From this survey, one can estimate
 that fewer than one in five children have some contact with a hospital teacher and that contact may be as little as two hours a day. Most children interviewed were surprised to find a teacher in hospital at all. They had not been prepared for it by parents or their own school. If there was a teacher they were much more likely to read books and do maths or number work; without a teacher they would only play games.

Reasons for hospital teaching range from preventing a child falling behind and maintaining
 the habit of school to keeping a child occupied, and the latter is often all the teacher can do. The position and influence of many teachers was summed up when parents referred to them as “the library lady” or just “the helper”. Children tend to rely on concerned school friends to keep in touch with school work. Several parents spoke of requests for work being ignored
 or refused by the school. Once back at school children rarely get extra teaching, and are told to catch up as best they can.

Many short-stay child-patients catch up quickly. But schools do very little to ease the anxiety about falling behind expressed by many of the children interviewed.

①It is a favorable thing to look back at some of the reforms which have long been an accepted part of our life, and to examine the opposition, usually bitter and very strange, sometimes dishonest but all too often honest, which had to be countered by the restless
 advocates of “grandmotherly” law.

The reforms treated in this book are not the well-known measures—like the abolition of slavery, the reform
 of Parliament
 , the vote of women—which are recorded in the standard history books. Here are some of the less familiar struggles which, with one or two exceptions, social historians have tended to dismiss
 briefly. Yet these old controversies
 give no less revealing insight into the minds of our grandfathers than do the major issues of the last century. The pulse of a generation can be taken just as effectively by considering its attitudes to the marrying of dead wives' sisters, to the fetching of father's beer or even to the sweeping of chimneys. Some of the reforms dealt with were carried out within living memory; none is older than the nineteenth century. They have been selected for the variety of their background and for the fertility and stimulus of the opposition against them.

②Misguided and complete unreasonable though some of this opposition now appears, it is doubtful whether it will seem any more peculiar, one hundred years hence, than some of the reasons we produce today for continual hardship
 and injustice. Our ancestors thought it strange that wives should wish to keep their own earnings; our descendants may be astonished
 at our system which forces a man to maintain a woman, sometimes for life, after a hopeless
 marriage has been disrupted. It is likely that our descendants will derive
 as much heartless fun from thought of our divorce laws, and the reasons we use to defend them. They may also think that the indifference of the nineteenth century to death and suffering in the mills was fully matched by that of the twentieth century to death and suffering on the highways.

 . Much of the blood on the street flows essentially from uncivil behavior of drivers who refuse to respect the legal and moral rights of others. So the massacre （大屠杀） on the road may be regarded as a social problem.

In fact, the enemies of society on wheels are rather harmless people just ordinary people acting carelessly, you might say. But it is a principle
 both of law and common morality that carelessness is no excuse when one's actions could bring death or damage to others. A minority
 of the killers go even beyond carelessness to total negligence
 .

Researchers have estimated
 that as many as 80 percent of all automobile accidents can be attributed to the psychological condition of the driver. Emotional upsets can distort drivers' reactions, slow their judgment, and blind them to dangers that might otherwise be evident. The experts warn that it is vital for every driver to make a conscious effort to keep one's emotions under control.

Yet the irresponsibility
 that accounts for much of the problem is not confined to drivers. Street walkers regularly violate traffic regulations
 . They are at fault in most vehicle walker accidents; and many cyclists even believe that they are not subject to the basic rules of the road.

Significant legal advances have been made towards safer driving in the past few years. Safety standards for vehicle have been raised both at the point of manufacture and through periodic
 road-worthiness inspections. In addition, speed limits have been lowered. Due to these measures, the accident rate has decreased. But the accident experts still worry because there has been little or no improvement in the way drivers behave. The only real and lasting solution
 , say the experts, is to convince people that driving is a skilled task requiring constant care and concentration
 . Those who fail to do all these things present a threat to those with whom they share the road.

1. A　细节题。从文章第一段倒数第三句可以推断出，将（孩子收看的节目的）时间往后推迟没什么意义，因为孩子是忠实的观众，接下来的两句也证明这一点，也可用排除法，后三个选项文中都未提及。

2. A　推断题。这句话是对前三句的进一步解释，意为“记忆的内容同观看的多少成反比”，即“看得越多，记住得越少”。

3. B　细节题。第一段第一句和第二段第一句都指出了这一点，这也是文章的主旨。

4. B　细节题。此题可用排除法，第一段的最后提到儿童熬夜观看所喜爱的节目，第二段最后一部分提到儿童喜欢广告但不喜欢意在影响他们的“高压力”广告，而且文章最后两句提到儿童大都有辨别的能力，并不相信广告中所说的话。只有B项在文中并没有提到。

5. D　推断题。文章最后一句说，研究表明，教育节目力图给儿童提供信息，但最为失败，因为儿童几乎从电视当中学不到任何东西，这一结果当然最让教育界人士担心。

7. D　推断题。文章第二段第二、三句提到，人们发现英国一半的医院没有教师，另外1/4的医院有兼职教师，由此可以推断只有1/4的医院有全职教师，故选D。

8. B　细节题。文章第三段第三句提到，孩子们倾向于依靠学校的朋友来跟上学校的上课进度。由此可见，为了不耽误自己的学业，住院的孩子们会向他们的同学求助，故选B。

17. C　推断题。文章首段提到，街上的许多流血事件实质上是由驾驶员的不文明行为造成的，他们没有尊重其他人的法律和道德权利，因此人们认为马路杀手是一个社会问题。由此可见人们之所以认为交通事故是社会问题，是因为文明也给人类带来了很多伤害，故选C，此处文明指的是人发明了汽车。文章提到驾驶员没有尊重他人的法律和道德权利，而不是人们通常不重视法律和道德，故排除B。

18. B　细节题。文章第三段提到，研究人员估计多达80%的交通事故归因于驾驶员的心理状态。情绪混乱会扰乱驾驶员的反应，减慢他们的判断并使他们对危险视而不见。由此可知作者之所以在第三段提到驾驶员的心理状态是为了说明驾驶员情绪状态良好的重要性，故选B。

A child who has once been pleased with a tale likes, as a rule, to have it retold in identically the same words, but this should not lead parents to treat printed fairy stories as sacred texts. ①It is always much better to tell a story than read it out of a book, and, if a parent can produce what, in the actual circumstances
 of the time and the individual child, is an improvement on the printed text, so much the better.

A charge made against fairy tales is that they harm
 the child by frightening him or arousing
 his sadistic（残暴的） impulses. To prove the latter, one would have to show in a controlled experiment that children who have read fairy stories were more often guilty
 of cruelty than those who had not. Aggressive, destructive, sadistic impulses every child has and, on the whole, their symbolic verbal discharge
 seems to be rather a safety valve than an incitement to overt action. Often, however, this arises from the child having heard the story once. Familiarity with the story by repetition turns the pain of fear into the pleasure of a fear faced and mastered.

②There are also people who object to fairy stories on the grounds that they are not objectively true, that giants, witches, two headed dragons, magic carpets, etc., do not exist; and that, instead of indulging his fantasies
 in fairy tales, the child should be taught how to adapt to reality by studying history and mechanics. I find such people, I must confess, so unsympathetic and peculiar
 that I do not know how to argue with them. If their case were sound, the world should be full of madmen attempting to fly from New York to Philadelphia on a broomstick or covering a telephone with kisses in the belief that it was their enchanted girl friend.

In our culture, the sources of what we call a sense of “mastery”—feeling important and worthwhile—and the sources of what we call a sense of “pleasure”—finding life enjoyable—are not always identical
 . Women often are told “You can't have it all.” Sometimes what the speaker really is saying is: “You have a wonderful husband and children—what's all this about wanting a career?” But women need to understand and develop both aspects of well-being, if they are to feel good about themselves.

Our study shows that, for women, well-being has two dimensions
 . One is mastery, which includes self-esteem（自尊）, a sense of control over your life, and low levels of anxiety
 and depression. Mastery is closely related to the “doing” side of life, to work and activity
 . Pleasure is the other dimension, and it is composed of happiness, satisfaction and optimism. It is tied more closely to the “feeling” side of life. The two are independent of each other. A woman could be high in mastery and low in pleasure, and vice versa. For example, a woman who has a good job, but whose mother has just died, might be feeling very good about herself and in control of
 her work life, but the pleasure side could be damaged for a time.

The concepts of mastery and pleasure can help us identify the sources of well-being for women, and remedy
 past mistakes. In the past, women were encouraged to look only at the feeling side of life as the source of all well-being. But they know that both mastery and pleasure are critical. And mastery seems to be achieved largely through work. In our study, all the groups of employed women rated significantly higher in mastery than did women who were not employed.

A woman's well-being is enhanced when she takes on multiple roles. At least by middle adulthood, the women who were involved in a combination
 of roles—marriages, motherhood, and employment—were the highest in well-being, despite warnings about stress and strain
 .

Some personal characteristics
 play a vital role in the development of one's intelligence
 . But people fail to realize the importance of cultivating
 these factors in young people.

The so-called non-intelligence factors include one's feelings, will motivation, interests and habits. After a 30 years fellow-up study of 800 males, American psychologist found out that the main cause of distinction
 in intelligence is not intelligence itself, but non-intelligence factors including the desire to learn, will-power
 and self-confidence
 . Though people all know that one should have definite objectives, a strong will and good learning habits, quite a number of teachers and parents don't pay much attention to cultivating these factors.

Some parents are greatly worried when their children fail to do well in their studies. They blame either genetic factors, malnutrition（营养不良）, or laziness, but they never take into consideration
 these non-intelligence factors. At the same time, some teachers don't inquire into these as reasons why students do poorly. They simply give them more courses and exercises, or even scold
 or ridicule
 them. Gradually, these students lose self-confidence. Some of them just feel defeated and give themselves up as hopeless. Others may leave school because they are sick of learning.

It is clear that the lack of cultivation of non-intelligence factors has been a main obstacle to intelligence development in teenagers. It even causes an imbalance between physiological and psychological development among a few students.

If we don't start now to strengthen the cultivation of non-intelligence factors, it will not only do harm to the development of the intelligence of teenagers, but also affect the quality of a whole generation. Some experts have put forward proposals
 about how to cultivate students' non-intelligence factors.

First, parents and teachers should fully understand teenage psychology. On this basis, they can help them to pursue the objective of learning, stimulating
 their will-power.

The cultivation should also be part of primary education for young children. Parents should attend to these qualities from the very beginning.

Primary and middle schools can open psychology courses to help students overcome
 the psychological obstacles to their learning, daily lives and recreation.

Society was fascinated by science and things scientific in the nineteenth century. Great breakthroughs in engineering, the use of steam power, and electricity were there for all to see, enjoy, and suffer. ①Science was fashionable and it is not surprising that, during this great period of industrial development, scientific methods should be applied to the activities of man, particularly to those involved in the processes of production. Towards the end of the nineteenth century international competition
 began to make itself felt. The three industrial giants of the day, Germany, America, and Great Britain, began to find that there was a limit to the purchasing power of the previously apparently inexhaustible markets. Science and competition therefore provided the means and the need to improve industrial efficiency
 .

Frederick Winslow Taylor is generally acknowledged as being the father of the scientific management approach, as a result of the publication of his book, The Principles of Scientific Management
 , published in 1911. However, numerous other academics and practitioners had been actively applying such approaches since the beginning of the century. ②Charles Babbage, an English academic, well-known for his invention of the mechanical computer（with the aid
 of a government grant
 as long as 1820） applied himself to the costing of processes, using scientific methods, and indeed might well be recognized as one of the fathers of cost accounting.

Taylor was of well-to-do background and received an excellent education but, partly owing to
 troubles with his eyesight, decided to become an engineering apprentice. He spent some twenty-five years in the tough, sometimes brutal, environment of the U.S. steel industry and carefully studied methods of work when he eventually attained supervisory status. ③He made various significant innovations in the area of steel processing, but his claim
 to fame is through his application of methods of science to methods of work, and his personal efforts that proved they could succeed in a hostile environment.

In 1901, Taylor left the steel industry and spent the rest of his life trying to promote
 the principles of managing scientifically and emphasizing the human aspects of the method, over the slave driving methods common in his day. He died in 1915, leaving a huge school of followers to promote his approach worldwide.

It was 3:45 in the morning when the vote was finally taken. After six months of arguing and final 16 hours of hot parliamentary debates, Australia's Northern Territory became the first legal authority in the world to allow doctors to take the lives of incurably ill patients who wish to die. The measure passed by the convincing vote of 15 to 10. Almost immediately word flashed
 on the Internet and was picked up, half a world away, by John Hofsess, executive director of the Right to Die Society of Canada. He sent it on via the group's online service, Death NET. Says Hofsess: “We posted bulletins all day long, because of course this isn't just something that happened in Australia. It's world history.”

The full import
 may take a while to sink in. The NT Rights of the Terminally III Law has left physicians and citizens alike trying to deal with its moral and practical implications. Some have breathed sighs of relief, others, including churches, right-to-life groups and the Australian Medical Association, bitterly attacked the bill and the haste
 of its passage. But the tide
 is unlikely to turn back. In Australia—where an aging population, life-extending technology and changing community attitudes have all played their part—other states are going to consider making a similar law to deal with euthanasia（安乐死）. In the U.S. and Canada, where the right-to-die movement is gathering strength, observers are waiting for the dominoes（多米诺骨牌） to start falling.

Under the new Northern Territory law, an adult patient can request death probably by a deadly injection
 or pill—to put an end to suffering. The patient must be diagnosed as Terminally III by two doctors. After a “cooling off” period of seven days, the patient can sign a certificate of request. After 48 hours the wish for death can be met. For Lloyd Nickson, a 54-year-old Darwin resident
 suffering from lung cancer, the NT Rights of Terminally III Law means he can get on with living without the haunting fear of his suffering: a terrifying death from his breathing condition. “I'm not afraid of dying from a spiritual
 point of view, but what I was afraid of was how I'd go, because I've watched people die in the hospital fighting for oxygen and clawing
 at their masks,” he says.

Publicity
 offers several benefits. There are not costs for message time or space. An ad in prime
 -time television may cost $250,000 to $5,000,000 or more per minute, whereas
 a five-minute report on a network newscast would not cost anything. However, there are costs for news releases, a publicity department, and other items. As with advertising, publicity reaches a mass audience. Within a short time, new products or company policies are widely known.

Credibility about messages is high, because they are reported in independent media. A newspaper review of a movie has more believability than an ad in the same paper, because the reader associates independence
 with objectivity. Similarly, people are more likely to pay attention to news reports than to ads. For example, Women's Wear Daily
 has both fashion reports and advertisements. Readers spend time reading the stories, but they flip through the ads. Furthermore, there may be 10 commercials during a half-hour television program or hundreds of ads in a magazine. Feature stories are much fewer in number and stand out clearly.

Publicity also has some significant limitations. A firm has little control over messages, their timing, their placement, or their coverage by a given medium. It may issue detailed news releases and find only portions cited
 by the media, and media have the ability to be much more critical than a company would like.

For example, in 1982, Procter & Gamble faced a substantial publicity problem over the meaning of its 123-year-old company logo. A few ministers and other private citizens believed resulted in the firm receiving 15,000 phone calls about the rumor
 in June alone. ①To combat
 this negative
 publicity, the firm issued news releases featuring prominent
 clergy that refuted the rumors, threatened to sue those people spreading the stories, and had a spokesperson appear on Good Morning America
 . The media cooperated with the company and the false rumors were temporarily put to rest. However, in 1985, negative publicity became so disruptive that Procter & Gamble decided to remove the logo from its products.

A firm may want publicity during certain periods, such as when a new product is introduced or new store opened, but the media may not cover the introduction or opening until after the time it would aid the firm. Similarly, media determine the placement of a story; it may follow a report on crime or sports. Finally, the media ascertain whether to cover a story at all and the amount of coverage to be devoted to
 it. A company-sponsored fobs program might go unreported or receive three-sentence coverage in a local newspaper.

European governments are slamming the last door still open for so-called
 economic migrants from poor countries. Throughout the late 1980s more and more would-be migrants used this loophole. In 1992, 13 European countries were handling close to 700,000 requests for immigration a year. By June this year applications have dropped to almost a third of that rate. The largest falls are in Germany, which had Europe's most open immigration policy, and in Sweden. In Germany almost all asylum-seekers and immigrants were let in and looked after at public expense
 until tribunals（法院） judged （and usually rejected） claims of persecution in their own countries. When Germany tightened the rules in July 1993, it was host to over 500,000 asylum-seekers. ①Even countries like Britain and France, which had stricter ways of separating political from economic migrants to begin with
 , have made it less attractive
 to seek asylum（避难）, as new figures from the Inter-governmental Consultations on Asylum Refugees and Migration Matters.

In Geneva suggest, Britain's Home Office is speeding ways to detect
 fraudulent applications and has increased fines on ships and airlines that carry illegal immigrants. A common policy on asylum and immigration is an avowed（公开宣布的） goal of the European Union. Germany, which sees itself beset by would-be immigrants crossing neighboring lands, is especially keen. ②It wants other Europeans to consider the system Germany now uses of rejecting out of hand applications for political asylum from countries deemed “safe”, beginning with all of Germany's immediate neighbors.

Other European governments, notably France's, believe that it may be a mistake to single out a handful
 of countries as free from persecution. Does this not imply
 the French would say that asylum-seekers from countries off the list are at risk （and so deserve protection
 ）. The French government would like to be able to decide for itself. If the fall in asylum applications is a guide, Europe has a common policy: keep the poor foreigners out. But it is not clear that a fortress-Europe policy by itself can work for long, now that the Cold War is gone. As Jonas Widgren, who monitors European migration in Vienna, points out, unless Western Europe works more closely on migration with Eastern Europe and Russia, it is simply storing up troubles.

5. D　细节题。此题答案在第四段最后一句，泰勒于1915年去世，留下了很多追随者继续在全世界发扬他的科学方法。

Passage Two

文章精要

经过长达六个月的争论及最后十六个小时的议会辩论，澳大利亚北部终于通过了有关安乐死的法律，成为世界上第一个将安乐死合法化的地方。世界各国对这一法案众说纷纭，但这并不能逆转局势，尽管充分认识通过该法案的意义还需要时间。

背景知识

8. B　推断题。根据短文第二段的上下文，澳大利亚通过安乐死的法律，美国和加拿大的一些人“期待着多米诺骨牌的倒下”，是在暗喻期待类似法律也相继在本国实施。

9. A　推断题。文章最后一段倒数第二句话说，安乐死法律的通过，使他不必为挣扎着死亡而提心吊胆了。据此可知，A（带着安乐死特有的平静去面对死亡）是正确答案。

10. C　观点态度题。作者通过举例暗示了自己的观点。文章第一段段末提到了加拿大的John Hofsess说：“……这是世界历史上的大事。”第二段中又提到了美国和加拿大期待着类似法律的相继实施，Nickson的例子也说明了该法案得到了病人的拥护，由此推断答案为C（赞成）。

Passage Three

文章精要

宣传或者说信息的发布能够提供给我们诸多益处。广告价格高昂，而一般的信息发布虽不具太大的商业价值，但可信度比广告高。宣传还受到如媒体等因素的重要限制，媒体对公司的宣传具有重要影响。

答案解析

11. D　细节题。文章第一段提到信息的发布没有时间费用，第二段第一句提到信息的可信度高，第三句谈到信息发布更能引起人们的注意，惟独没有提到D（高利润）。

19. C　推断题。由第二段最后一句话（见译文②）可知选项C正确。A项内容与第三段倒数第三句话吻合，但本题要选的是暗含的内容，故排除；各国政治避难者的问题上做法也不一致，法国就可以自行接收真正需要保护的移民者，可排除B、D。

20. A　推断题。文章最后一句说，掌管欧洲移民事务的Jonas Widgren指出，西欧应当与东欧和俄国紧密合作，免得遭殃。也就是说，欧洲应当有一套健全的移民法制来解决移民问题。

第三章　科技类

﻿本章导读

科技类文章的体裁主要为说明文和议论文。这类文章一般以探讨某种新技术的应用、通过实验验证某一看法的正确性、介绍某一科学知识为主。行文比较严谨，会含有一些超纲单词和长难句。这部分重点考查学生的推断能力。

要做好科技类文章的阅读，在平时应多积累特定领域或学科的常见词（可参考本书附录相关部分），比如，一般天文类涉及的单词有atmosphere（大气）, asteroid（小行星）等；化学类涉及的有composition（成分）, structure（结构）等。遇到完全陌生的专业术语也不必惊慌，可从上下文的解释性句子大致推断出意思。

此类文章的结构特点如下：一般以设问句或陈述句开篇提出说明的要点，下文再分层次具体阐述。它常常按一定的排列方式列举细节，如时间顺序、因果关系、对比关系和事件的重要性等。读长难句时可以体会句与句间的连接词，如表转折的but和however，表因果的because和for，以及表对比的on the contrary等。

But hardly so with technology; we do not have the choice of refusing to hear the sonic boom
 produced by a supersonic aircraft flying overhead
 ; we do not have the option of refusing to breathe polluted

 age. Unlike science progress, technology must be measured in terms of the human factor. The legitimate purpose of technology is to serve people in general, not merely some people; and future generations, not merely those who presently wish to gain advantage for themselves. Technology must be humanistic（人道主义的） if it is to lead to a better world.

Passage Two

In the 1960s medical researchers Thomas Holmes and Richard Rahe developed a checklist of stressful events. They appreciated the tricky point that any major change can be stressful. Negative events like “serious illness of a family member” were high on the list but so were some positive life-changing events like marriage. When you take the Holmes-Rahe test you must remember that the score does not reflect
 how you deal with stress—it only shows how much you have to deal with. And we now know that the way you handle
 these events dramatically affects your chances of staying healthy.

By the early 1970s hundreds of similar studies had followed Holmes and Rahe. And millions of Americans who work and live under stress worried over the reports. Somehow the research got boiled down to
 a memorable message. Women's magazines ran headlines
 like “Stress causes illness”. If you want to stay physically and mentally healthy the articles said avoid stressful events.

But such simplistic advice is impossible to follow. Even if stressful events are dangerous, many—like the death of a loved one—are impossible to avoid. Moreover any warning to avoid all stressful events is a prescription（处方） for staying away from opportunities as well as trouble. Since any change can be stressful, a person who wanted to be completely free of stress would never marry, have a child, take a new job or move.

The notion
 that all stress makes you sick also ignores a lot of what we know about people. It assumes we're all vulnerable（脆弱的） and passive
 in the face of adversity（逆境）. But what about human initiative
 and creativity? Many come through periods of stress with more physical and mental vigor than they had before. We also know that a long time without change or challenge can lead to boredom and physical and mental strain.

The concept of personal choice in relation to health behaviors is an important one. An estimated 90 percent of all illnesses may be preventable if individuals would make sound personal health choices based upon current medical knowledge.

We all enjoy our freedom of choice and do not like to see it restricted when it is within the legal and moral boundaries of society. The structure of American society allows us to make almost all our own personal decisions that may concern
 our health. If we so desire, we can smoke, drink excessively, refuse to wear seat belts, eat whatever foods we want, and live a completely sedentary life style without any exercise. The freedom to make such personal decisions is a fundamental
 aspect of our society, although the wisdom
 of these decisions can be questioned. Personal choices relative to health often cause a difficulty. As one example, a teenager
 may know the facts relative to smoking cigarettes and health but may be pressured by friends into believing it is the socially accepted thing to do.

A multitude of factors, both inherited and environmental, influence the development of health-related behaviors, and it is beyond the scope of this text to discuss all these factors as they may affect any given individual. However, the decision to adopt a particular health-related behavior is usually one of personal choices.

There are healthy choices and there are unhealthy choices. In discussing the moral of personal choice, Fries and Crapo drew a comparison. They suggest that to knowingly give oneself over to a behavior that has a statistical probability of shortening life is similar to attempting suicide. Thus, for those individuals who are interested in preserving both the quality and quantity of life, personal health choices should reflect those behaviors that are associated with statistical probability of increased vitality and longevity.

The Docklands Light Railway（DLR） took just three years to build at a cost of ￡77 million. It is London's first Light Rail System, but its route
 follows that of a number of older lines, which carried the nineteenth century railways through the crowded districts of the East End.

①The section
 of the line from the Tower Gateway Station to Poplar follows the line of one of London's earliest railways, the London & Blackwell（1840）, a cable-drawn railway（later converted
 to steam） which carried passengers to steam ships at Blackwell Pier, and provided transport
 for the messengers and clerks who went backwards and forwards between the docks and the city every day.

From Poplar to Island Gardens, a new line crosses high above the dock waters, and then joins the old track of the Millwall Extension Railway, built to service the Millwall Docks（1868） and to provide transport for workers in the local factories. This line was horse-drawn for part of its route, until the 1880s.

The Poplar to Stratford section of the DLR route was first developed by the North London Railway, built in the 1850s to link the West and East India Docks with the manufacturing districts of the Midlands and North of England. There were major railway works and sidings（岔线） at Bow until recently.

②The trains are automatically controlled from a central computer, which deals with all signaling and other safety factors, as well as adjusting speeds to keep within the timetable; on board each vehicle
 , Train Captains, who are also fully qualified drivers, are equipped
 with two-way radios to maintain contact with central control. There are passenger lifts, and self-service ticket machines, at every station.

科学与技术不同：科学是回答理论问题的方法，技术是解决实际问题的方法。科学与发现事实及自然现象之间的联系有关，技术与工具、技能和进行科学发现的程序有关；科学的进程排除人的因素，而技术的进程必须用人的因素来衡量。

答案解析

1. D　语义题。结合文意可知，该词指自然界中“能看见的”现象。A（不平常的，出众的）、B（优秀的，突出的）、C（引人注意的）、D（看得见的，可观察到的），所以D正确。

Major companies are already in pursuit of commercial applications of the new biology. They dream of placing enzymes（酶） in the automobile to monitor exhaust
 and send data on pollution to a microprocessor that will then adjust the engine. They speak of what The New York Times
 calls “metal-hungry microbes that might be used to mine valuable trace metal from ocean water”. They have already demanded and won the right to patent new life forms.

Nervous critics, including many scientists, worry that there is corporate, national, international, and inter-scientific rivalry in the entire biotechnological field. They create images not of oil spills, but of “microbe spills” that could spread disease and destroy entire populations. The creation and accidental release of extremely poisonous microbes, however, is only one cause for alarm. Completely rational
 and respectable scientists are talking about possibilities that stagger the imagination.

Should we breed people with cow stomachs so they can digest
 grass and hay
 , thereby relieving the food problem by modifying us to eat lower down on the food chain? Should we biologically alter workers to fit the job requirement
 , for example, creating pilots with faster reaction times or assembly-line workers designed to do our monotonous work for us? Should we attempt to eliminate “inferior
 ” people and breed a “superrace”?（Hitler tried this, but without the genetic weaponry that may soon issue from our laboratories.） Should we produce soldiers to do our fighting? Should we use genetic forecasting to pre-eliminate “unfit” babies? Should we grow reserve organs for ourselves, each of us having, as it were, a “savings bank” full of spare kidney, livers, or hands?

Wild as these notions may sound, every one has its advocates（and opposers） in the scientific community as well as its striking commercial application. As two critics of genetic engineering, Jeremy Rifkin and Ted Howard, state in their book Who Should Play God
 , “Broad scale genetic engineering will probably be introduced to America much the same way as assembly lines, automobiles, vaccines, computers and all the other technologies. As each new genetic advance becomes commercially practical, a new consumer need will be exploited and a market for the new technology will be created.”

Studies of the effect that makes many of us slumber or feel sleepy during the Queen's speech on Christmas Day have revealed that changes may be required in Britain's drink drive legislation.

Dr James Horne, director of the Sleep Research Laboratory
 at Southborough University, is investigating post-lunch sleepiness. “We humans are designed to sleep twice a day, once at night and a short nap after lunch, but in this part of the world we tend to repress that.”

It is a remnant of the same primeval（原始的） programming that makes all animals in the bush rest in the hot afternoon sun to conserve energy.

“Hot environments make it worse and many cultures living near the equator,” says Dr Horne, “have conceded
 to the inevitable
 , where the afternoon siesta is the way of life.”

In this study Dr Horne has been investigating the role of alcohol. “The theory is that if you are more sleepy after lunch then it figures that alcohol will be more potent after lunch. One would figure then that a pint
 of beer at lunchtime has more effect than in the evening, when people are more alert
 . Indeed, we find that it has about twice the effect.”

This has more sinister（险恶的） implications. “If people take alcohol up to the legal driving limit, their performance is seriously impaired after lunch,” he said.

It seems that alcohol interacts with the circadian rhythm of sleep to cause afternoon sleepiness, so that one pint at lunchtime is equivalent
 , in effect, to a quart in the evening.

“For this reason, most drivers ought not to drink at all at lunchtime and the legal blood alcohol limit is no guide to ‘safe' driving here,” said Dr Horne.

For those who wish to enjoy the Queen's speech, Dr Horne recommends mild exercise, a splash of cold air or cold water on the face, or a cup of coffee. Otherwise, take a catnap. But this should be less than 15 minutes, otherwise, sleep really sets in and one can wake up feeling very groggy（头昏眼花的） and far sleepier than to begin with.

About ten men in every hundred suffer from color blindness in some way; women are luckier, only about one in two hundred is affected in this manner. There are different forms of color blindness. A man may not be able to see deep red. He may think that red, orange and yellow are all shades of green. Sometimes a person cannot tell the difference between blue and green. In rare cases an unlucky man may see everything in shades of green—a strange world indeed.

In certain occupations
 color blindness can be dangerous and candidates
 are tested most carefully. For example, when fighting at night, soldiers use lights of flares to signal
 to each other. A green light may mean “Advance” and a red light may mean “Danger! Keep back!” You can see what will happen if somebody thinks that red is green! Color blindness in human beings is a strange thing to explain. In a single eye there are millions of very small things called “cones”. These help to see in a bright light and to tell the difference between colors. There are also millions of “rods” but these are used for seeing when it is nearly dark. They show us shape but not color. Wait until it is dark tonight, and then go outside. Look round you and try to see what colors you can recognize
 .

Birds and animals which hunt at night have eyes which contain few or no cones at all, so they cannot see colors. As far as we know, bats and adult owls cannot see colors at all, only light and dark shapes. Similarly
 cats and dogs cannot see colors as well as we can.

Insects can see ultraviolet rays which are invisible to us, and some of them can even see X rays. The wings of a moth may seem grey and dull to us, but to insects they may appear beautiful, showing colors which we cannot see. Scientists know that there are other colors around us which insects can see but which we cannot see. Some insects have favorite
 colors. Mosquitoes like blue, but do not like yellow. A red light will not attract insects but a blue lamp will.

Electric
 cars are dirty. In fact, not only are they dirty, they might even be more dirty than their gasoline-powered cousins.

People in California love to talk about “zero-emissions vehicles”, but people in California seem to be clueless about where electricity comes from. Power plants most all use fire to make it. Aside from the few folks who have their roofs covered with solar cells, we get our electricity from generators
 . Generators are fueled by something—usually coal, oil, but also by heat generated in nuclear power plants. There are a few wind farms and geothermal plants as well, but by far we get electricity mainly by burning something.

In other words, those “zero-emissions” cars are likely coal-burning cars. It's just the coal is burned somewhere else so it looks clean. It is not. It's as if the California Greens are covering their eyes—“If I can't see it, it's not happening.” Gasoline is an incredibly efficient
 way to power a vehicle; a gallon of gas has a lot of energy in it. But when you take that gas （or another fuel） and first use it to make electricity, you waste a nice part of that energy, mostly in the form of wasted heat—at the generator, through the transmission lines, etc.

A gallon of gas may propel
 your car 25 miles. But the electricity you get from that gallon of gas won't get you nearly as far—so electric cars burn more fuel than gas-powered ones. If our electricity came mostly from nukes, or geothermal, or hydro, or solar, or wind, then an electric car truly would be clean. But for political, technical, and economic reasons, we don't use much of those energy sources.

In addition, electric cars' batteries
 which are poisonous for a long time will eventually end up in a landfill
 . And finally, when cars are the polluters, the pollution is spread across all the roads. When it's a power plant, though, all the junk is in one place. Nature is very good at cleaning up when things are not too concentrated
 , but it takes a lot longer when all the garbage is in one spot.

Experiments under way in several labs aim to create beneficial
 types of genetically modified
 （GM） foods, including starchier potatoes and caffeine-free coffee beans
 . Genetic engineers are even trying to transfer genes from a cold-winter fish to make a frost-resistant
 tomato.

A low-sugar GM strawberry now in the works might one day allow people with health problems such as diabetes to enjoy the little delicious red fruits again. GM beans and grains supercharged with protein
 might help people at risk of developing kwashiorkor. Kwashiorkor, a disease caused by severe lack of protein, is common in parts of the world where there are severe food shortages.

Commenting on GM foods, Jonathon Jones, a British researcher, said: “The future benefits will be enormous, and the best is yet to come.”

To some people, GM foods are no different from unmodified foods. “A tomato is a tomato,” said Brian Sansoni, an American food manufacturer.

Critics of GM foods challenge Sansoni's opinion. They worry about the harm that GM crops might do to people, other animals, and plants.

In a recent lab study conducted at Cornell University, scientists tested pollen made by Bt corn, which makes up one-fourth of the U.S. corn crop. The scientist sprinkled the pollen onto milkweed, a plant that makes a milky juice and is the only known food source
 of the monarch butterfly caterpillar. Within four days of munching on the milkweed leaves, almost half of a test group of caterpillars had died. “Monarchs are considered to be a flagship species for conservation,” said Cornell researcher Linda Raynor. “This is a warning bell.”

Some insects that are not killed by GM foods might find themselves made stronger. How so? The insecticides used to protect most of today's crops are sprayed on the crops when needed and decay
 quickly in the environment. But GM plants produce a continuous level of insecticide. Insect species feeding on those crops may develop resistance to the plants and could do so in a hurry, say the critics. Insects may also develop a resistance to the insecticide Bt.

At the forum on GM food held last year in Canada, GM crops that have been made resistant to the herbicide might crossbreed with wild plants, creating “super weeds
 ” that could take over whole fields.

Most systems of medicine are based on theater. ①With leeches, acupuncture needles, vitamin
 pills or whatever stage props（道具） is appropriate for the time and culture, the healer artfully evokes the patient's powers of self-suggestion
 , which are responsible for whatever healing
 may occur.

Western medicine operates on a different plane. For one thing, it has the most impressive
 props—expensive medicines, elaborate
 rituals and mysterious high-tech machines with a white-gowned cast to operate them. For another, it evokes the patient's auto suggestive powers all the more forcefully by pretending to ignore them. This mysterious gift of self-healing is cloaked（掩饰） with an anodyne label, the “placebo effect”, and recognized only as a nuisance
 likely to confound clinical trials. But the placebo（Latin for “I will please”） and its shadowy twin the nocebo（“I will harm”） are much more than methodological problems: they lie at the heart of every interaction between doctor and patient.

How they work no one knows. But the brain rules the body in many subconscious ways, including its control of the body's major hormones and its subtle influence over the immune system. So it's possible that, in ways yet unknown, expectations about health or disease are sometimes translated into a bodily reaction
 that fulfills them.

The power of these effects is hard to overstate. A rule of thumb is that 30 percent of patients in the placebo half of a drug trial（i.e. those who unknowingly receive a dummy pill instead of the real thing） will experience an improvement in symptoms. But the proportion
 may be much higher. Just like real drugs, placebo pills can produce stronger effects in larger doses
 . Patients will report greater relief when given a larger pill, or two dummy capsules instead of one.

Doctors' expectations also contribute to the awesome power of the placebo effect. In a study of tooth extractions, patients were given either a painkiller or sham drugs. Some dentists were assigned to give either drug, without knowing which, but other dentists knew they would be giving only sham drugs. The patients whose dentists thought they had at least a 50-50 chance of giving a painkiller suffered significantly less pain.


Presumably
 , doctors transmit
 their expectations to the patient through subtle cues
 , often without knowing they are doing so. For this reason, all properly designed drug trials are double blind. But given that both groups can often guess from the side effects, even this precaution
 may not always crush
 the generation of expectancies.

Few scenarios（情形，局面） provoke
 more hysteria（歇斯底里） than the one in which machines take over, especially when it involves machines' replicating the arguably unique human capacity
 for language and thought. Not those anxieties have kept us from trying to build smart machines. On the contrary, researchers have tried for decades to produce essay-grading software. But few have claimed the success that Landauer and his colleagues have—and none has applied such unorthodox（非正统的） assumptions.

Traditionally, computer techniques for analyzing written language relied on grammar and syntax. ①Since the 1960s, programmers have been designing software that searched for familiar features of good writing, such as sentence length, spelling, and the rhetorical signposts of argumentation—words like “might”, “therefore”, or “however”. The goal was to get computers to “read” texts with the aid of dictionaries, spell checks, and grammar software. Most of these efforts have been disappointing.

But the technique Landauer, a professor at Colorado came up with, is an altogether different beast. His software completely ignores style
 , grammar, and syntax. In fact, it relies on none of the familiar rules of language at all. It concerns itself solely with the following question: Does the student's essay use words appropriate to the subject matter? To answer this question, Landauer's software performs a series of operations. First, it assembles
 a customized database of texts on the assigned topic
 . It measures the spatial relationships among all the words in these texts, noting where each word appears and which other words it is near. The software then performs a similar analysis on the student's essay. Finally, it compares the student's essay with the texts in its database. The theory behind the method is this: For any given essay, good content is a function of using certain words in the vicinity of
 certain other words, and that accomplishment can be expressed numerically.

It sounds too complicated（or too simple） to be any good, but Landauer and his team claim their program can crank out grades as accurately as any professor. Indeed, flushed with the success of their experimental results, the psychologists have formed a company—Knowledge Analysis Technologies—to market their tool to schools. They've already signed up a professor at Florida State University to test the grading machine in his classroom next fall.

By Education, I mean the influence of the environment upon the individual to produce a permanent change in the habits of behavior, of thought and of attitude. It is being thus that all creatures are susceptible to
 the environment, and that man differs from the animals, and the higher animals from the lower. The lower animals are influenced by the environment but not in the direction of changing their habits. Their instinctive responses are few and fixed by heredity（遗传）. When transferred to an unnatural situation, such an animal is led astray by its instincts. Thus the antlion whose instinct
 implies it to bore
 into loose
 sand by pushing backwards with abdomen, goes backwards on a plate of glass as soon as danger threatens, and endeavors, with the utmost
 exertions to bore into it. It knows no other mode of flight. If such a lonely animal is engaged upon a chain of actions and is interrupted
 , it either goes on vainly with the remaining action, as useless as cultivating an unsown field, or dies in helpless inactivity. Thus a net-making spider which digs a burrow and rims it with a bastion of gravel and bits of wood, when removed from a half finished home, will not begin again, though it will continue another burrow, even one made with a pencil.

Advance in the scale of evolution along such lines as these could only be made by the emergence of creatures with more and more complicated instincts. Such beings we know in the ants and spiders. But another line of advance was destined to open out a much more far-reaching possibility of which we do not see the end perhaps even in man. Habits, instead of being born with（when they are called instincts but not habits at all） were left more and more to the formative influence of the environment, of which the most important factor was the parents who now cared for the young animal during a period of infancy in which vaguer instincts than these of the insects were molded to suit surroundings which might be considerably changed without harm.

This means, one might at first imagine, that gradually heredity becomes less and environment more important. But this is hardly the truth and certainly not the whole truth. For although fixed automatic responses like those of the insect-like creatures are no longer inherited, although selection for purification of that sort is no longer going on, yet selection for educability is very definitely still of importance. The ability to acquire habits can conceivably inherit just as much as the definite
 responses to narrow situations. Besides, since a mechanism
 is now, for the first time, created by which the individual（in contradiction to the species） can be fitted to the environment, the latter becomes, in another sense, less not more important. And finally, less not the higher animals who possess the power of changing their environment by engineering feats and the like, a power possessed to some extent even by the beaver, and preeminently by man. Environ- ment and heredity are in no case exclusive
 but—always—supplementary
 factors.

第四章　经济类

﻿本章导读

经济类文章的比重较前二类题材小，大概15%左右。但随着全球经济一体化进程、中国加入世贸组织和网络经济兴起，相信这类文章会有增多的趋势，且难度会加大，望考生们多加练习。

这类文章大致有两种结构，一种是“引言——论述——总结”，另一种是“总述——论证”。经济类文章的内容除了单纯谈及经济之外，有时还与政治、人文、科技综合，所以需要考生具备相当的推断与理解能力。

在出题方面，细节题占到80%以上，而且大多数是细节推断题，由此可见，经济类文章主要考查的是比较零散的文章细节，要求考生根据文中一个或多个细节进行推断。考生应注意在平时学习中多阅读经济方面的文章，在生活中积累某些经济方面的知识，提高逻辑推理能力。

Computers keep track of goods in stock, of raw materials on hand, and even of the production process itself.

Numerous other commercial enterprises, from theaters to magazine publishers, from gas and electric utilities to milk processors, bring better and more efficient
 services to consumers through the use of computers.

More attention was paid to the quality of production in France at the time of René Coty. Charles Deschancl was then the financial minister. He stressed that workmanship and quality were more important than quantity for industrial production. It would be necessary to produce quality goods for international market to compete with those produced in other countries. The French economy needed a larger share of the international market to balance its import and export trade. French industrial and agricultural production was still not enough to meet the immediate needs of the people, let alone
 long-ranged developments. Essential
 imports had extended the national credit to the breaking point. Rents were tightly controlled, but the extreme inflation affected general population most severely through the cost of food. Food costs took as much as 80 percent of the workers' income.

Wages, it is true, had risen, extensive family allowances and benefits
 were paid by the state, and there was full-time and overtime employment
 . Taken together, these factors enabled the working class to exist but allowed them no sense of safety. In this precarious（不安定） and discouraging situation, workmen were willing to work overseas for higher wages. The government was not willing to let workers leave the country. It was feared this migration of workers would deplete（耗尽） the labor force. The lack of qualified workers might stop the improvement
 in the quality of industrial products produced. Qualified workers employed abroad would only increase the quantity of quality goods produced in foreign countries. Prices determine how resources are to be used. They are also the means by which products and services that are in limited supply are rationed among buyers. The price system of the United States is a very complex network composed of the prices of all the products bought and sold in the economy as well as those of a myriad of services, including labor, professional transportation, and public-utility
 services. The interrelationships of all these prices make up the “system” of prices. The prices of any particular product or service are linked to a broad, complicated system of prices in which everything seems to depend more or less upon everything else.

If one were to ask a group of randomly individuals to define
 “price”, many would reply that price is an amount of money paid by the buyer to the seller of a product or service or, in other words, that price is the money value of a product or service as agreed upon in a market transaction. This definition
 is, of course, valid
 as far as it goes. For a complete understanding of a price in any particular transaction, much more than the amount of money involved must be known. Both the buyer and the seller should be familiar with not only the money amount, but with the amount and quality of the product or service to be exchanged, the time and place at which the exchange will take place and payment
 will be made, the form of money to be used, and the credit terms and discounts
 that supply to the transaction, guarantees on the product or service, delivery terms, return privileges, and other factors. In other words, both buyer and seller should be
 fully aware of
 all the factors that comprise
 the total “package” being exchanged for the asked-for amount of money in order that they may evaluate a given price.

There are still parts of the world today where coins and notes are of no use. People will buy nothing, and a traveler might starve
 if he had none of the particular local “money” to exchange
 for food. Among isolated peoples, who are not often reached by traders from outside, commerce usually means barter. There is a direct exchange of goods. Perhaps it is fish for vegetables, meat for grain
 , or various kinds of food in exchange for pots, baskets, or other manufactured goods. For this kind of simple trading, money is not needed, but there is often something that everyone wants and everybody can use, such as salt to flavor food, shells for ornaments, or iron and copper to make into tools and vessels.

These things—salt, shells or metals—are still used as money in out-of-the-way parts of the world today. Salt may seem rather a strange substance
 to use as money, as in countries where food of the people is mainly vegetable, it is often an absolute
 necessity. Cakes of salt, stamped to show their value, were used as money in Tibet until recent times, and cakes of salt will still buy goods in Borneo and parts of Africa. Metal, valued by weight, and preceded coins in many parts of the world. Iron, in lumps, bars or rings is still used in many countries instead of money. It can either be exchanged for goods, or made into tools, weapons or ornaments.

The early money of China, apart from shell
 , was of bronze, often in flat, round pieces with a hole in the middle, called “cash”. The earliest of these are between three thousand and four thousand years old—older than the earliest coins of the eastern Mediterranean. ①Nowadays, coins and notes have taken the place of all the more picturesque forms of money, and although in one or two of the more remote countries people still hoard（储藏） it for future use on ceremonial occasions such as weddings and funerals
 , examples of primitive money will soon be found only in museums.

But there is no reason to believe that the workers thrown out of employment in the contracting
 sectors will not find jobs in other expanding sectors. Foreign competition in textiles

 of new industries, the unemployment rate in this area fell to one of the lowest in the country in the mid-1980s. The knowledge that some other industry, perhaps in some other part of the country may be expanding, is of little comfort to the person whose skills become out of date. The social and personal problems brought about by unemployment and out of date skills as a result of foreign competition deserve close attention. These problems can be solved in two ways. We can stop imports and give up the gains from free trade, claiming that we are willing to pay more to save domestic jobs in industries that can produce more efficiently abroad. Or we can aid the victims of free trade in a more effective way, helping to retrain them for skills with a future.

If U.S. software companies don't pay more attention to quality, they could kiss their business good-bye. Both India and Brazil are developing a world-class software industry. Their weapon
 is quality and one of their jobs is to attract the top U.S. quality specialists whose voices are not listened to in their country.

Already, of the world's 12 software houses that have earned the highest rating in the world, seven are in India. That's largely because they have used new methodologies rejected by American software specialists. For example, for decades, quality specialists, W. Edwards Deming and J. M. Juran had urged U.S. software companies to change their attitudes to quality. But their quality call mainly fell on deaf ears in the U.S. but not in Japan. By the 1970s and 1980s, Japan was grabbing market share with better, cheaper products. They used Deming's and Juran's ideas to bring down
 the cost of good quality to as little as 5% of total production costs. In U.S. factories, the cost of quality then was 10 times as high: 50%. In software, it still is.

Watts S. Humphrey spent 27 years at IBM heading up
 software production and then quality assurance. But his advice was seldom paid attention to. He retired from IBM in 1986. In 1987, he worked out a system for assessing and improving software quality. It has proved its value time and again. Like Deming and Juran, Humphrey seems to be wining more praises overseas than at home. The India government and several companies have just founded the Watts Humphrey Software Quality Institute
 at the Software Technology
 Park in Chennai, India.

Let's hope that U.S. lead in software will not be eaten up by its quality problems.

After the close of regular trading yesterday, Turner sold a block of 60 million shares to Goldman Sachs & Co. for $13.07 per share, or 31 cents below the stock's closing price yesterday. Goldman was said by Wall Street sources to be offering the stock to major investors for $13.15.

An outspoken critic of the corporation, Turner remains AOL Time Warner's largest individual shareholder, with 45 million shares, and a member of its board of directors. A spokeswoman for Turner referred questions to AOL Time Warner.

At his peak
 Turner owned about 130 million shares, but he lost billions of dollars in wealth and grew bitter after the stock plunged following the merger of America Online and Time Warner in January 2001.

Turner, who initially supported the merger, later expressed outrage over revelations that America Online had manipulated its financial results. The Securities and Exchange Commission
 is investigating AOL, and the corporation has acknow-ledged discovering tens of millions of dollars of overstated revenue
 .

Turner resigned as vice chairman earlier this year and has been spending less of his time on AOL Time Warner matters. He stepped down after achieving his goal of pressuring America Online founder Steve Case to resign
 as the corporation's chairman. Case said he was giving up the post to avoid a bruising public battle for reelection at next week's annual meeting.

In the effort to oust（取代） Case, Turner teamed up with Gordon Crawford, the senior media portfolio manager at Capital Research & Management, the largest institutional shareholder in AOL Time Warner. Capital Research has indicated it will vote
 against Case's election to remain on the board of directors next week—a position that analysts said should not affect the outcome
 . Turner, meanwhile, has said he will support the management slate that includes Case and will make Richard D. Parsons the company's chairman and chief executive.

Turner, a visionary who started Cable News Network, is in the midst of rolling out a new chain of restaurants, Ted's Montana Grill, featuring bison burgers. ①He recently moved his residence
 from Georgia to Florida for estate-planning purposes and is spending time and money on his independent
 film company, which lost millions of dollars on a lengthy movie about the Civil War.

Sales of new vehicles
 dropped in December to the lowest level since the early 1980s, as carmakers turned in a terrible fourth quarter despite aggressive use of incentives
 . Chrysler showed the worst decline
 of all, with sales tumbling 53%.

Ford, however, still had the best-selling vehicle in the U.S., as its F-Series pickup truck claimed
 top honors for the 32nd year in a row, underscoring the enduring popularity of the American pickup even in hard times. The Toyota Camry was the second best-selling vehicle in the U.S., while the Chevrolet Silverado pickup truck came in third, according to preliminary sales figures released by the manufacturers
 .

But overall, passenger cars outsold trucks, sport-utility vehicles and minivans for the first time since 2000, according to George Pipas, sales analyst
 for Ford Motor Co., as consumers reacted to last year's spike in gasoline prices. Truck sales made a modest comeback during the fourth quarter, in part because fuel prices had dropped and truck buyers had better access to credit than buyers of more fuel-efficient passenger vehicles, automakers say.

The collapse
 of the new-car market in the second half of 2008 translates to pain all around. Every major carmaker, with the exception of Subaru, reported a sales decline in 2008, including luxury manufacturers Mercedes-Benz and BMW—once considered invulnerable （不会受伤害的） to a recession.

Even the new sales king, Toyota, saw its crown tarnished（暗淡）. Despite heavy advertising, Toyota's December sales slid 37.5%, and yearly sales were down 15.7%. Honda also reported a 34.7% decline in December but a modest
 8.2% decrease for the year.

A dark year is now over, but automakers don't yet see the dawn. Jim Lentz, president of Toyota Motor Sales U.S.A., says he expects sales in the first quarter of 2009 to be similar to those in the fourth quarter of 2008—dreadful. While the outlook remains too uncertain for any consensus （共识） to emerge on full-year 2009 sales, carmakers are hoping to see some signs of life this spring. “We could see year-over-year comparisons
 improve starting in April 2009 because the market really collapsed in April 2008,” says Rebecca Lindland, an analyst with Global Insight in Lexington, Mass.

Today, more and more people are using credit cards instead of money to buy the things they need. Almost anyone who has a steady
 income and a continuous
 work record can apply for a credit card.

If you have a credit card, you can buy a car, eat a dinner, take a trip, and even get a haircut by charging the cost to your account. In this way you can pay for purchases a month or two later, without any extra charge. Or you may choose to spread out
 your payments over several months and pay only part of the total amount each month. If you do this, the credit card company or the bank who sponsors the credit card will add a small service charge to your total bill. This is very convenient for the customer. With the credit card in your wallet or purse, you don't have to carry much cash. This saves your trips to the bank to cash checks or withdraw cash. Also if you carry credit cards instead of a lot of cash, you don't have to be concerned about losing your money through carelessness or theft. The card user
 only has to worry about paying the final bill. This of course can be a problem if you charge more than you can pay for.

Credit cards are big business. Americans spend $16 billion a year on cards and there are already 590 million of them in circulation. Many banks sponsor
 their own credit card companies and issue cards free to their customers. Other credit card companies charge their member annual dues. The stores that accept credit cards must pay a small fee
 to the credit card company—a percentage of the purchase price of the merchandise or service. In turn, the credit card company promptly pays the store for the merchandise or service. Credit card companies make a profit
 from the fees they charge the store and also from the fees collected from customers who pay for their charges in monthly installments. However, credit card companies sometimes have problems collecting overdue payments from unreliable customers. Also the use of stolen, lost, or counterfeit（伪造的） credit cards by criminals
 has become a big headache for the credit card company that is responsible for the goods and services illegally charged to its customers' account.

Like everyone else at eBay's San Jose, Calif., campus, John Donahoe sits in a cubicle （隔间）. Though this is one of the Internet company's oldest commonplaces
 , the company's 6-ft. 5-in. new CEO really does use the tiny space as his office.

Tough love is a very fitting description
 for the Chicago native's eBay tenure so far. In the nine months since assuming the top job, the former Dartmouth basketball player, 48, has shown a penchant for shaking things up. In October he acquired three companies on the same day that he laid off 10% of eBay's 16,000 workers worldwide.

Although you'd think that eBay's flagship marketplace
 business, a site where people go to buy and sell stuff, would flourish in a downturn, it has stopped growing. It's still unclear how badly the credit crisis and buying slowdown will affect an e-commerce value site like eBay, which does half its business outside the U.S. During the 2001 recession, eBay's marketplace continued to thrive because of its Web dominance
 and discounted goods. Whitman at the time even crowed that “eBay is to some extent recession-proof.”

Today that statement seems wishful thinking. In the third quarter, for the first time, transactions on eBay's marketplace fell 1%, to $14.3 billion, from a year ago. The strength and popularity of Google's search, Amazon's sales and the sheer number of other Web retail
 sites have eroded eBay's dominance, making it harder to compete with the same business model that steered the firm through its first 10 years of jaw-dropping growth. Three years ago, eBay boasted
 30% more traffic than Amazon, but today its 84.5 million active users scarcely best Amazon's 81 million customers. The troubled economy and weakness in eBay's core business contributed to a 60% drop in market value this year. Amazon's market cap topped eBay's for the first time last summer. “EBay used to own all the on and off ramps, and now it's just another highway,” says Scot Wingo, chief executive of Channel Advisor, a consultancy
 that works with online retailers. “They have to figure out how to reorient
 the eBay brand to mean more than auctions and learn to become a leader again.”

《纽约客》杂志的媒体评论家肯·奥莱塔撰写的一本传记讲述了特纳充满打击与搏斗的人生。是他建立了24小时连续播报的国际新闻网，通过直播里根总统遇刺和旧金山地震等重大新闻，使收视率不断上升。《时代》杂志因此将特德·特纳评为该年度的“风云人物”。1997年，时代华纳公司收购了特纳的广播公司和CNN, 2000年，美国在线又与时代华纳合并，特纳成了新公司的副董事长，失去了企业经营的决定权。由于与公司首席执行官格格不入，仅仅在合并四个月后，特纳就被排挤出公司。公司的股票受到重创，特纳财产缩水了50亿美元。

答案解析

1. B　细节题。根据第四段开头可知，Turner是个直言不讳的公司批评者，所以答案为B项。A项与文章不符，文章没说Goldman已赚钱，错在完成时态上，而C和D均未提到。

2. C　细节题。由第四段可知，最初特纳是支持两家公司合并的，但后来发现美国在线在财务上做了手脚，夸大其收益，特纳表现出了极度的愤慨，故答案为C。

3. A　推断题。Case是AOL的创建者，他不可能从创建者身份上退下，故答案为A。其他三项都在第六、七两段中提到过。

4. D　细节题。根据最后一段第一句“作为一个颇有远见的梦想家……”以及他创建的各种事业，可以发现Turner总是富有创业的想象力，故答案为D。

5. D　主旨题。这是一篇新闻报道，文章开头一般均会点出文章主旨，与第一段意思相近的是选项D。

Passage Two

文章精要

本文主要介绍了2008年末汽车销售市场的低迷情况。文章首先指出12月汽车销售降到自80年代初期以来的最低水平，但仍有部分车型十分畅销；接着具体介绍了汽车销售的市场情况及其原因。

答案解析

6. A　细节题。文章首段末句前半句提到，克莱斯勒汽车的销量下降的最多，接着用with短语具体说“sales tumbling 53%”，由前面的decline可以判断此处的tumbling是“下降”的意思，即克莱斯勒汽车销售量下降了53%，故选A。

7. B　细节题。文章第二段首句说在美国，福特汽车的销量最好，因为它的F系列小型卡车连续32年荣登榜首，故选B。第三段首句提到，总的来说，载人轿车自2000年来第一次卖得比货车、SUV和小型货车多，outsell意为“卖得比……多”，故排除A；第三段末句提到，第四季度卡车销量适度复出，故排除C；第四段提到，2008年的下半年，新车销量都不好，包括一度被认为是无懈可击的豪华车制造商奔驰和宝马，故排除D。

8. D　细节题。文章倒数第二段提到，据报道，丰田汽车在12月份下降了34.7%，但是在2008年全年下降了8.2%，由此可知本题选D。

9. A　细节题。文章末段提到，Rebecca Lindland说，和前一年相比，2009年4月情况会开始好转，因为市场是在2008年4月崩溃的，由此可知本题选A。

10. B　推断题。文章一开始就说汽车销售于12月份下降到80年代初期以来的最低水平，接着介绍了具体的情况。由此可以看出，汽车市场正处于低迷期，故选B。文章提到汽车销售降到80年代以来的最低水平，可见这不是只有一点点不景气，故排除A。

17. B　细节题。文章第二段提到，自就任高级职位的九个月以来，48岁的前达特茅斯篮球运动员就对重组事物有强烈的兴趣。十月，他在一天之内获得三家公司，将世界各地的16,000名员工裁员10%，由此可知本题选B。裁员和获得公司只是重组的一个方面，故排除A和C。原文中penchant意为“强烈的喜爱”，shake sth up意为“彻底调整；重组”。

18. D　细节题。文章第三段提到，易趣是一个人们去买卖货物的网站，由此可知易趣网是人们和他人交易的地方，故选D。文章提到，易趣在某种程度上是抗萧条的，但不总是这样，故排除A；文章提到，虽然你们会认为易趣的旗舰店在经济低迷时会兴旺繁荣，但实际上它已经停止继续增长了，故排除C。

①The California Public Employees' Retirement System（CalPERS） has positioned itself as the premier champion of investor rights, regularly singling out bad managers at some of the nation's largest companies in its annual corporate-governance focus lists. And with $153 billion under management, Wall Street tends to listen when CalPERS speaks out. But the country's largest pension fund
 has never taken on as big a fish as it did Dec. 16, when it filed a class action against the New York Stock Exchange and seven of its member firms. CalPERS' suit charges the NYSE and specialist firms with fraud, alleging that the exchange skirted its regulatory duties and allowed its members to trade stocks at the expense of
 investors.

The move is a major slap
 in the face for the NYSE's recently appointed
 interim Chairman John Reed. The former Citibank chairman and CEO came on board in September after the exchange's longtime head, Richard Grasso, resigned under pressure over public outrage about his excessive compensation.

②Reed has been widely criticized by CalPERS and other institutional investors for not including representatives of investors on the exchange's newly constituted
 board and not clearly separating the exchange's regulatory function from its day-to-day operations. The CalPERS lawsuit is evidence that the investment
 communities' dissatisfaction hasn't ebbed（衰退）. “Our hopes were dashed
 when Mr. Reed didn't perform,” says Harrigan.

The suit alleges that seven specialist firms profited by abusing and overusing a series of trading tactics. ③The tactics, which are not currently illegal, include “penny jumping”, where a firm positions itself between two orders to capture
 a piece of the price differential, “front running”, which involves trading in advance of customers based on confidential information obtained by their orders, and “freezing” the firm's order book so that the firm can make trades on its own account first.

The suit highlights
 the growing frustration that institutional investors have expressed with what they perceive
 as a system that needs to be revamped（修补）—if not eliminated. According to California State Comptroller Steve Westley, a CalPERS board member who participated in the Dec. 16 press conference, has repeatedly called on the NYSE to end its use of specialist firms to facilitate trades and move to a system of openly matching of buyers and sellers. BLIND EYE? “There's no reason not to move to a fully automated exchange,” Westley says. “Every exchange in the world is using such a system. The time is now for the NYSE to move into the 21st century and remove the cloud that there's self-dealing working against investors.”

The strategic role of advertising in marketing programs varies by time, place, and company. Advertising is but one element
 of the promotional blend
 of advertising, personal selling, and sales promotions, and promotion is but one element of the marketing program. The potential
 cost and accomplishment of advertising must be weighed against the cost and benefits to be gained by focusing on other elements of the promotional or marketing program. Advertising can be most effective in a nation with well-developed advertising facilities and a market that responds to such stimulation.

Like any other strategic weapon, advertising should be used only when it can contribute economically and effectively to the attainment of corporate goals. Advertising is both potentially and actually a force enhancing economic development. Newspapers, magazines, television, and radio have all developed and flourished in large part because of the great sums of money supplied to these media through advertising expenditures. ①The growing economic health of the media and the freedom from central control which advertising funds make possible, greatly enhance communications
 throughout the world; and effective communication is a basic requirement of economic development.

Most analyses of the economic aspects of advertising concentrate on the contributions of advertising in helping to develop mass markets, which in turn foster mass production and facilitate mass distribution. Advertising's function is not to rob sales from competitors, but to teach new need satisfying consumption patterns in developing countries. As one authority
 notes, “The role of the mass media in developing countries is often to spur primary demand instead of building brand preference
 as in industrialized countries.”

Advertising has demonstrated its effectiveness as a teacher of new ways of living. It shows people how to use products and gives them confidence
 to try better foods, new ways of keeping clean, use of tools, and a whole host of improved ways of living. Advertising also explains the use of money to purchase alternatives
 , to save for the future and for future purchases. In effect, advertising helps to change expectations for the material future as well as aid economic and social change. Once mass markets have been developed, mass production inevitable follows, bringing the consequent economies of large scale operation. Then advertising enters the picture again to facilitate mass distribution
 by helping to establish brand names, product preference, and product information and by performing other consumer assistance functions.

For all his vaunted（夸耀） talents, Federal Reserve
 Chairman Alan Greenspan has never had much of a reputation
 as an economic forecaster. In fact, he shies away from making the precise-to-the-decimal-point predictions that many other economists thrive
 on. Instead, he owes his success as a monetary policymaker to his ability to sniff out
 threats to the economy and manipulate interest rates to dampen the dangers he perceives.

Now, those instincts are being put to the test. Many Fed watchers—and some policymakers inside the central bank itself—are beginning to wonder whether Greenspan has lost his touch. ①Despite rising risks to the economy from a swooning stock market and soaring oil prices that could hamper growth, the Greenspan-led Federal Open Market Committee
 （FOMC） opted to leave interest rates unchanged on Sept. 24. But in a rare dissent, two of the Fed's 12 policymakers broke ranks and voted for a cut in rates—Dallas Fed President Robert D. McTeer Jr. and central bank Governor
 Edward M.Gramlich.

The move by McTeer, the Fed's self-styled “Lonesome Dove”, was no surprise. But Gramlich's was. This was the first time that the monetary moderate
 had voted against the chairman since joining the Fed's board in 1997. And it was the first public dissent by a governor since 1995.

Despite the split vote, it's too soon to count the maestro （艺术大师） of monetary policy out. Greenspan had good reasons for not cutting interest rates now. And by acknowledging in the statement issued after the meeting that the economy does indeed face risks, Greenspan left the door wide open to a rate reduction
 in the future. Indeed, former Fed Governor Lyle Gramley thinks chances are good that the central bank might even cut rates before its next scheduled meeting on Nov.6, the day after congressional elections.

So why didn't the traditionally risk-averse Greenspan cut rates now as insurance against the dangers dogging（尾随） growth? For one thing, he still thinks the economy is in recovery
 mode. Consumer demand remains buoyant and has even been turbocharged（涡轮增压） recently by a new wave of mortgage refinancing. Economists reckon
 that homeowners will extract some $100 billion in cash from their houses in the second half of this year. And despite all the corporate gloom, business spending has shown signs of picking up, though not anywhere near as strongly as the Fed would like.

Does that mean that further rate cuts are off the table? Hardly. Watch for Greenspan to try to time any rate reductions to when they'll have the most psychological pop on business and investor confidence. That's surely no easy feat, but it's one that Greenspan has shown himself capable of more than once in the past. Don't be surprised if he surprises everyone again.

The biggest danger facing the global airline industry is not the effects of terrorism, war, SARS and economic downturn. ①It is that these blows, which have helped ground three national flag carriers and force two American airlines into Chapter
 11 bankruptcy, will divert attention from the inherent weaknesses of aviation, which they have exacerbated（恶化）. As in the crisis that attended the first Gulf
 War, many airlines hope that traffic will soon bounce
 back, and a few catastrophic years will be followed by fuller planes, happier passengers and a return to profitability. Yet the industry's problems are deeper and older than the trauma of the past two years implies.

As the centenary of the first powered flight approaches in December, the industry it launched
 is still remarkably primitive. The car industry, created not long after the Wright Brothers made history, is now a global industry dominated by a dozen firms, at least half of which make good profits. Yet commercial aviation consists of 267 international carriers and another 500 plus domestic ones. The world's biggest carrier
 , American Airlines, has barely 7% of the global market, whereas the world's biggest carmaker, General Motors, has（with its associated firms） about a quarter of the world's automobile market.

Aviation has been incompletely deregulated（解除管制）, and in only two markets: America and Europe. Everywhere else deals between governments dictate who flies under what rules. These aim to preserve state owned national flag carriers, run for prestige rather than profit. And numerous restrictions on foreign ownership impede cross border airline
 mergers.

In America, the big network carriers face barriers to exit
 , which have kept their route networks too large. Trade unions resisting job cuts and Congressmen opposing route closures in their territory conspire to block change. In Europe, liberalization is limited by bilateral deals that prevent, for instance, British Airways（BA） flying to America from Frankfurt or Paris, or Lufthansa offering transatlantic flights from London's Heathrow. To use the car industry analogy, it is as if only Renaults were allowed to drive on French motorways.

In airlines, the optimists are those who think that things are now so bad that the industry has no option
 but to evolve. ②Frederick Reid, president of Delta Air Lines, said earlier this year that events since the September 11th attacks are the equivalent of a meteor strike, changing the climate, creating a sort of nuclear winter and leading to a “compressed
 evolutionary cycle”. So how, looking on the bright side might the industry look after five years of accelerated development?

第五章　环境类

本章导读

以往这类题材的文章在真题中出现的比例不是很高，但随着自然与人类关系的恶化、环境问题的严重和政府、社会对环境污染日益密切的关注，相信这类题材的文章会有增多的趋势。环境类文章主要涉及五个方面的内容：环境保护、能源危机、生态平衡、自然资源和基因工程。

这类文章一般科学性很强，但也带着人文关怀等因素，会考查一些需要进行判断的态度题。阅读时应留意文章段落之间的关系，注意整体把握。适当考虑文章讨论问题出现的原因、变化所产生的后果及其对人类的影响等等。

Just 30 years ago some 700 million people lived in cities. Today the number stands at 1,800 million, and by the end of the century it will be up to 3,000 million—more than half the world's estimated population. By the year 2000 an estimated 650 million people will crowd into 60 cities of five million or more—three quarters of them in the developing world. Only a single First World city—metropolitan Tokyo, which will have 24 million people—is expected to be among the global
 top five; London, ranked second in 1950 with ten million people, will not even make 2000's top 25. In places where rates of natural population increase exceed three percent annually—meaning much of the Third World—that alone is enough to double a city's population within 20 years. But equally powerful are the streams of hopeful
 migrants from the countryside.

What faces and confuses
 urban planners is the huge scale of these trends. There have never been cities of 30 million people, let alone ones dependent on roads, sewer and water supplies barely adequate
 for urban areas a tenth that size. And the flood of new arrivals in swelling
 Third World cities far overtakes the supply of jobs—particularly as modern industries put a premium on technology rather than manpower. So it will be virtually impossible to find permanent employment for 30 to 40 percent of the 1,000 million new city inhabitants expected by the year 2000.

Despite the terrible conditions that the city newcomers face, their numbers are growing at rates as much as twice that of the cities themselves—and every step taken to improve their living conditions in the slums only attracts more migrants.

Water pollution affects man's health, recreational use of water, industrial of water and sense of beauty.

The spread of water-carried disease is of great concern. In highly developed countries in particular, emphasis
 has shifted from concern over bacterial disease to concern over water-carried viral（病毒性的） disease. Viral hepatitis（肝炎）, for example, has been found to occur more frequently in cities whose water supplies have comparatively high levels of water impurity. Poisonous
 chemicals found in streams that are ultimately used for water supplies also create an important public health problem.

It is clear that poisonous chemicals must be excluded from water, but more and more chemicals from new pesticides, fertilizers, and other new products have been found in water. Since the public health significance
 of these chemicals is not yet fully known, they are of increasing concern. The chemicals from fertilizers
 are also finding their way into water supplies from groundwater pollution.

As man's desire for water-based recreation
 increases, greater demands are placed on the quality of water. The water must not only be attractive in appearance but also meet certain other conditions. Sports such as swimming involve
 direct contact with water, and so water standards are raised higher.

The range of water quality necessary for industrial processes varies greatly with the intended use of water. The water used in steel mills, for example, must have a lower chloride（氯物） level than that accepted for drinking water. Cooling water can often be of comparatively low sanitary quality. A large part of the water used in the paper-making industry can be of relatively low quality in some aspects, but must contain little iron and carbon
 dioxide.

Passage Three

Words: 293, Time: 6 min

Demands for stronger protection for wildlife in Britain sometimes hide the fact that similar needs are felt in the rest of Europe. Studies by the Council of Europe, of which 21 counties
 are members, have shown that 45 percent of reptile species and 24 percent of butterflies are in danger of dying out.

European concern for wildlife was outlined by Dr Peter Baum, an expert in the environment and natural resources division
 of the council, when he spoke at a conference arranged
 by the administrators of a British national park. The park is one of the few areas in Europe to hold the council's diploma for nature reserves of the highest quality, and Dr Peter Baum had come to present it to the park once again. He was afraid that public opinion was turning against national parks, and that those set up in the 1960s and 1970s could not be set up today. But Dr Baum clearly remained a strong supporter of the view that natural environments needed to be allowed to survive in peace in their own right.

“No area could be expected to survive both as a true nature reserve and as a tourist attraction
 ,” he went on. ①The short-sighted view that reserves had to serve immediate human demands for outdoor recreation should be replaced by full acceptance
 of their importance as places to preserve nature for the future.

“We forget that they are the guarantee
 of life systems, on which any built-up area ultimately depends,” Dr Baum went on. “We could manage without most industrial products, but we could not manage without nature. However, our natural environment areas, which are the original parts of our countryside, have shrunk to become mere islands in a spoiled and highly polluted land mass.”

Scientists are closely concerned with the structure of buildings and with the quality of building materials. The World Health Organization（WHO） observes that the introduction
 of air conditioning and energy conservation measures have been accompanied
 by growing problems of indoor air quality. Some pollutants arise from
 insulation products, some from moving cars, and others from modern housing materials. As many Europeans spend up to 90% of their lives in buildings, the health effects of the indoor climate are very important.

Some construction materials, including fiberboard, insulation foams and certain glues
 for man-made wood floor boards, for example, gives out organic
 products such as formaldehyde（甲醛）. Heat and humidity increase the release
 of formaldehyde and the gas seriously harms the eyes. Paint, lacquer, etc. can also release dangerous gas into indoor air.

Construction materials can cause serious damage, especially when they contain asbestos（石棉）. Asbestos is naturally present in rock formations worldwide
 . It belongs to a family of mineral substances composed of solid, non-combustible fiber. These properties make asbestos a highly sought-after construction material. As early as 1931, however, public health officers in the United Kingdom revealed the connection between breathing in asbestos dust and such diseases as lung cancer.

The land on which a building is sited may also contribute to pollution. Some kinds of granite or similar rocks contain traces of radium（镭）. As it breaks down, this naturally radioactive element produce some kind of radioactive gas that goes through tiny cracks
 in walls, floors and building materials, and makes its way into the building and the rooms. The better the homes are insulated, the more is the dangerous gas in indoor air. The main effect of this dangerous gas on health is to increase the risk of lung cancer.

背景知识

背景知识

专家指出，甲醛的释放是一个持续的、缓慢的过程，而且释放量随着季节和气温的变化而变化。甲醛对人体黏膜和皮肤有强烈刺激作用；急性中毒可导致流眼泪、流鼻涕、咳嗽等症状，并发生呼吸道疾病；慢性吸入可导致持续头疼、无力、失眠等；长期皮肤接触会导致皮炎等过敏疾病，国际癌症研究所已将其列为可疑致癌物质。

答案解析

The demonstrator had charged that the project was unsafe in the densely populated area, would create thermal pollution in the bay, and had no acceptable means for disposing of its radioactive wasters. The demonstrations would go on until the jails and the courts were so overloaded that the state judicial system would collapse
 .

Governor Stanforth Thumper insisted that there would be no reconsideration of the power project and no delay in its construction set for completion in three years. “This project will begin on time and the people of this state will begin to receive its benefits on schedule. Those who break the law in misguided attempts to sabotage（破坏） the project will be dealt with according to the law.” he said. And police called in reinforcements from all over
 the state to handle the disturbances.

The protests began before dawn Friday when several thousand demonstrators broke through police lines around the cordoned-off construction site. They carried placards（布告） that read “No Nukes is Good Nukes,” “Sunpower, Not Nuclear Power,” and “Stop Private Profits from Public Peril.” They defied police order to move from the area. Tear gas canisters fired by police failed to dislodge the protestors who had come prepared with their own gas masks or facecloths. Finally gas-masked and helmeted police charged into the crowd to drag off the demonstrators one by one. The protestors did not resist police, but refused to walk away under their own power. Those arrested would be charged with unlawful assembly
 , trespassing（过失）, and disturbing the peace.

A service charge is generally not included except in some of the larger, more expensive places. If the order is small—a cup of coffee at a lunch counter, or something of the sort—a tip is not usually expected.

 Louis Le Roy published a leaned book in which he voiced despair over the changes caused by the social and technological innovations of his time, what we now call the Renaissance. We, also, feel that our times are out of joint; we even have reason to believe that our descendants will be worse off than we are.

The earth will soon be overcrowded and its resources exhausted. Pollution will ruin the environment, upset
 the climate, and damage human health. The gap in living standards between the rich and the poor will widen
 and lead the angry, hungry people of the world to acts of desperation including the use of nuclear weapons as blackmail. Such are the inevitable consequences of population and technological growth if present trends continue.

The future is never a projection of the past. Animals probably have no chance to escape from the tyranny（暴虐） of biological evolution, but human beings are blessed with the freedom of social evolution. For us, trend is not destiny. The escape from existing trends is now facilitated by the fact that societies anticipate
 future dangers and take preventive steps against expected changes.

Despite the widespread belief

The decrease in birth rates, the partial
 prohibition of pesticides and the rethinking of technologies of the production and use of energy are but a few examples illustrating a sudden reversal of trends caused not by political upsets or scientific breakthroughs, but by public awareness of consequences.

Even more striking are the situations in which social attitudes concerning future difficulties undergo
 rapid changes before the problems have come to pass—witness the heated arguments about the problems of behavior control and of genetic engineering even though there is as yet no proof that effective methods can be developed to manipulate behavior and genes on a population scale.

One of the characteristics of our times is thus the rapidity with which steps can be taken to change the orientation of certain trends and even to reverse them. Such changes usually emerge
 from grass roots movements rather than from official directives.

Within fifteen years Britain and other nations should be well on with the building of huge industrial complexes for the recycling of waste. The word rubbish could lose its meaning because everything which goes into the dustbin would be made into something useful. Even the most dangerous and unpleasant wastes would provide energy if nothing else.

The new concept of recycling waste is taking shape at the British technological laboratory at Warren Spring, not far from the north of London. Today, the laboratory spends four times as much money in studying recycling as it did five years ago.

The latest project is to take a city of around half a million inhabitants and discover exactly what raw materials go into it and what go out. The aim is to find out how much of these raw materials could be provided if a plant for recycling waste were built just outside the city. This plant would recycle not only metal such as steel, lead and copper, but also paper and rubber as well. Methods have been discovered, for example, for removing the ink from newsprint so that the paper can be used again, and for obtaining valuable oils and gases from old motor car types. All these ideas are already being made use of, but what is new is the idea of combining them on such a large scale in a single plant designed to recycle most types of waste.

Another new project is being set up to discover the best ways of sorting and separating the rubbish. When this project is complete, the rubbish will be processed like this: first, it will pass through sharp metal spikes which will tear open the plastic bags in which rubbish is usually packed; then it will pass through a powerful fan to separate the lightest elements from the heavy solids; after that crushers and rollers will break up everything that can be broken, and the rubbish will pass under magnets, which will remove the bits of iron and steel; finally the rubber and plastic will then be sorted out in the final stage.

The first full-scale giant recycling plants are, perhaps, fifteen years away. But in some big industrial areas, where rubbish has been dumped
 for so long that there are no holes left to fill up with rubbish, these new automatic recycling plants may be built sooner. Indeed, with the growing cost of transporting rubbish to more distant dumps, some big cities will be forced to build their own recycling plants before long.

In the warm enclosed
 waters of farm ponds
 , conditions are very likely to be lethal for fish when insecticides are applied in the vicinity. As many examples show, the poison is carried in by rains and runoff from surrounding lands. Sometimes the ponds receive not only contaminated runoff but also a direct dose as crop dusting pilots neglect to shut off the duster in passing over a pond. Even without such complications, normal agricultural use subjects fish to far heavier concentrations of chemicals than would be required to kill them. In other words a marked reduction in the enclosure nets used would hardly change the lethal situation, for applications of over 0.1 pound per acre to the pond itself are generally considered hazardous. And the poison, once introduced is hard to get rid of. ①One pond that has been treated with DDT（杀虫剂） to remove unwanted shiners remained so poisonous through repeated draining
 that it killed 94 percent of the sunfish with which it was later stocked. Apparently the chemical remained in the mud of the pond bottom.

Conditions are evidently no better now than when the modern insecticides first came into use. The Oklahoma Wildlife Conservation
 Department stated in 1961 that reports of fish losses in farm ponds and small lakes had been coming in at the rate of at least once a week, and that such reports were increasing. The conditions usually responsible for these losses in Oklahoma were those made familiar by repetition
 over the years: the application
 of insecticides to crops, heavy rain, and poison washed into the ponds.

In some parts of the world the cultivation of fish in ponds provides an indispensable
 source of food. In such places the use of insecticides without regard for the effects of fish creates immediate problems. In Rhodesia, for example, the young of an important African food fish are killed by exposure to only 0.04 parts per million of DDT in shallow pools. Even smaller doses of many other insecticides would be lethal. The shallow waters in which these fish live are favorable
 mosquito breeding places. The problem of controlling mosquitoes and at the same time conserving a fish important in the Central African diet has obviously not been solved satisfactorily.

12. C　推断题。文章第二、三段谈到两个有关废物再利用的研究项目正在进行当中，因此选C。

13. D　细节题。文章第三段第二句提到最新的废物再利用研究项目的目的，选项D符合文意。

14. C　细节题。文章第三段第三句话提到该工厂不仅能再生金属，还能再生纸和橡胶，所以选C。

15. C　推断题。根据文章最后一段，大规模地全面建设废物再利用的工厂可能要在15年之后，但是出于某些原因，有些工业区和城市不久将建设它们的废物再利用工厂，因此选项C符合文意。

Passage Four

文章精要

背景知识

16. A　观点态度题。本文是一篇科技说明文，作者的叙述语言基本上是客观的、介绍性的。故选A（报告的）, B（讽刺的）、C（非难的）、D（悲哀的）都不符合。

17. D　细节题。第一段提到了rains, crop dusting, normal agricultural use 分别对应A、B、C，但化学工业用品却未提到。

18. A　推断题。作者在第三段以Rhodesian fish的例子说明了在许多以鱼为必需食品的地区，杀虫剂的滥用会带来严重的影响。

19. C　细节题。在文中，作者陈述了问题，举例分析了原因，但并未提供解决方案，故选C。

20. D　推断题。最后一句话的意思是控制蚊害和保护鱼种很难同时顾及，故选D。

第六章　综合类

本章导读

综合类的文章涉及的内容纷繁复杂，但在考试中所占比例并不大，只有5%。这类文章多为议论文和记叙文，说明文较少，文体也多为非正式文体。从出题角度来看，它侧重于考查对细节的理解。但是从题型分析的角度看，这类文章与其他四类文章还是有很多相同之处的。所以，考生应把人文、科技、经济类文章的阅读技巧结合起来，综合运用到此类文章的阅读中。

Opportunities for rewarding work become fewer for both men and women as they grow older. After age 40, job hunting becomes even more difficult. Many workers stay at jobs they are too old for rather than face possible rejection. Our youth-oriented, throw-away culture sees little value in older people. The writer Lilian Hellman said they have “the wisdom that comes with age that we can't make use of.”

Unemployment and economic need for work is higher among older women, especially minorities, than among younger white women. ①A national council reports these findings: though unemployed longer when seeking work, older women job-hunt harder, hold a job longer with less absenteeism（缺勤）, perform as well or better, are more reliable
 , and are more willing to learn than men or younger women. Yet many older women earn little and face a future of poverty in their retirement years. When “sexism meets ageism, poverty
 is no longer on the doorstep—it moves in,” according to Tish Sommers, director of a special study on older women for the National Organization for Women.

Yet a 1981 report on the White House Conference on Aging shows that as a group, older Americans are the “wealthiest, best fed, best housed, healthiest, most self-reliant older population in our history.” This statement is small comfort to those living below the poverty line, but it does explode
 some of the old traditional beliefs and fears. Opportunities for moving in and up in a large company may shrink
 but many older people begin successful small businesses, volunteer
 in satisfying activities, and stay active for many years. They have few role models because in previous
 generations the life span was much shorter and expectations of life were fewer. They are ploughing new ground.

Employers are beginning to recognize that the mature
 person can bring a great deal of stability and responsibility
 to a position. One doesn't lose ability and experience on the eve of one's 65th or 70th birthday any more than one grows up instantly at age 21.

First aid is emergency care for a victim of sudden illness or injury
 until more skillful
 medical treatment is available. It may save a life or improve certain vital signs including pulse
 , temperature, a clear airway, and breathing. In minor emergencies, first aid may prevent a victim's condition from turning worse and provide relief
 from pain. First aid must be administered as quickly as possible. In the case of the critically injured, a few minutes can make the difference between complete recovery and loss of life.

First-aid measures depend upon a victim's needs and the provider's level of knowledge and skill. Knowing what not to do in an emergency is as important as knowing what to do. Improperly moving a person with a neck injury, for example, can lead to permanent spinal（脊柱的） injury and paralysis（瘫痪）.

Despite the variety of injuries possible, several principles of first aid apply to all emergencies. The first step is to call for professional medical help. The victim, if conscious
 , should be reassured that medical aid has been requested, and asked for permission
 to provide any first aid. Next, assess
 the scene, asking other people or the injured person's family or friends about details of the injury or illness, any care that may have already been given, and preexisting conditions such as diabetes or heart trouble. The victim should be checked for a medical bracelet or card that describes special medical conditions. Unless the accident scene becomes unsafe or the victim may suffer further injury, do not move the victim.

First aid requires rapid assessment of victims to determine whether life-threatening conditions exist. One method for evaluating a victim's condition is known by the acronym（首字母缩写词） ABC, which stands for:

A—Airway: is it open and clear?

B—Breathing: is the person breathing? Look, listen, and feel for breathing.

C—Circulation: is there a pulse? Is the person bleeding
 externally? Check skin color and temperature for additional
 indications of circulation problems.

The significance of trust is that it allows the parties involved in the relationship to indicate how they feel, what they behave, and where they disagree without fear of contradiction
 or reprisal（报复）. Trusting relationship encourage people to disclose their plans and perceptions without hurting themselves or others. Hurt, whether real or imagined, is one of the most harmful consequences of personal relationships with other human beings. In situations which you feel that the other person has the power and intent to hurt you, trust diminishes quickly. Thus a climate of distrust appears in your relations with others. Conversely
 , if I can say whatever comes to my mind without getting hurt, a climate of trust pervades the relationship.

Trust is a perceptual phenomenon that evolves from our experiences with others. If trusting were so easy, we would not need to make such a point of its importance in human relationships. To say that a person should trust others is to diminish the difficulty of producing trust. In mutual
 relationships, both parties must behave toward one another in trusting ways. Even though it hurts in the pit of the stomach, you must trust the other person and encourage him or her to say those things that demand a trusting response. No one likes to get hurt and few like to hurt others, especially not those others who are close to us in person-to-person relationships.

We avoid expressing
 our true feelings lest we become the target of a revenging attack from the other person. If I indicate that I do not appreciate
 having you smoke in my car, I may love you as a friend or I may become the subject of ridicule for allowing little things like that to bother me. If that happens, I will be less open and less trusting of you the next time.

When the Earth shook here on March 26th, 2000, it helped geologists
 to figure out how the Earth around Seattle would shake during the real thing less than a year later.

When Seattle's Kingdome was demolished
 with explosives, more than 200 seismic
 recorders caught every rattle and roll. Tom Brocher of the U.S. Geological Survey says, “You can see the red waves traveling away from the Kingdome. ”

① The areas that shook the worst then also shook the worst when the six point eight （on the Richter scale） Nisqually earthquake hit.

② “We shouldn't be surprised to see damage at Boeing field and at the port of Seattle where we did see damage, because in both of those areas the ground shook longer and harder than other parts of Seattle.”

It's what's known as a slab
 quake （located） 36 miles below the surface where the Juan de Fuca plate slab is diving underneath the North American plate. Geologists believe the plate bent, causing it to crack, and sending shock waves to the surface.

Tom Brocher says, “As soon as we knew it was a deep earthquake—that it was this type of earthquake—we immediately put out the word that we should expect very few aftershocks. ”

There were only 4. In San Francisco's Loma Prieta earthquake here in 1989 which was closer to the surface, there were 120 aftershocks
 . The fact that “deep-focus” earthquakes have fewer aftershocks still puzzles geologists.

Brocher says, “What we can tell people is you're not going to have these （aftershocks）. What we can't tell them why. And that's a research issue. ”

Geologists say the Nisqually quake originated from almost the same spot as the 1949 quake there, and had the same damage patterns. There were fewer landslides
 this year because of the lack of rain.

Over the next year and half, researchers want to set off explosives at the surface near Seattle, aimed at the slab 37 miles below. The waves will then bounce off the slab and reflect back to the surface giving information about where the plate is and how it's moving. So, before the Earth moves again, geologists will have an idea which places might be destined to shake the hardest.

Not content with its doubtful claim to produce cheap food for our own population, the factory farming industry also argues that “hungry nations are benefiting from advances made by the poultry
 industry”. In fact, rather than helping the fight against malnutrition（营养不良） in “hungry nations”, the spread of factory farming has, inevitably aggravated
 the problem.

Large-scale intensive meat and poultry production is a waste of food resources. This is because more protein
 has to be fed to animals in the form of vegetable matter than can ever be recovered in the form of meat. Much of the food value is lost in the animal's process of digestion and cell replacement. Neither, in the case of chicken, can one eat feathers, blood, feet or head. In all, only about 44% of the live animal fits to be eaten as meat.

This means one has to feed approximately 9-10 times as much food value to the animal than one can consume
 from the carcass
 . As a system for feeding the hungry, the effects can prove disastrous
 . At times of crisis, grain is the food of life.

Nevertheless, the huge increase in poultry production is seen throughout Asia and Africa continues. Normally British or US firms are involved. For instance, an American based multinational company has this year announced
 its involvement in projects in several African countries. Britain's largest chicken supplier, Ross Breeders, is also involved in projects all over the world.

Because such trade is good for exports
 , Western governments encourage it. In 1979, a firm in Bangladesh called Phoenix Poultry received a grant to set up a unit of 6,000 chickens and 18,000 laying hens. This almost doubled the number of poultry kept in the country all at once.

But Bangladesh lacks capital, energy and food and has a large number of unemployed. Such chicken-raising demands capital for building and machinery, extensive use of energy resources for automation, and involves feeding chickens with potential
 famine-relief protein food. At present, one of Bangladesh's main imports is food grains, because the country is unable to grow enough food to feed its population. On what then can they possibly feed the chicken?

 . Nobody knows anyone and there's no reason to start a conversation, but invariably, someone does. Making conversation in such peaceful social settings, according to Oliver, “can confirm your territory. It's a way of feeling liked and accepted.”

The topics of small talk don't matter. In fact, you don't want anything more taxing
 than the weather or the traffic. It's non-threatening talk in a threatening situation. However, the rules change quickly when you're with lots of people doing lots of talking.

Let's say you're at a party. Now it's time to use small talk as a way of making others feel more comfortable
 around you, so you don't look silly standing by the food table alone all night.

“In this study, we found that the household media environment was related to a child's academic achievement, ” said Dina Borzekowski, EdD, lead author of the study and assistant professor in the Department of Population and Family Health Sciences at the Bloomberg School of Public Health. “① Among these third graders, we saw that even when controlling for the parent's education level, the child's gender and the amount of media used per week, those who had bedroom TV sets scored around 8 points lower on math and language arts tests and 7 points lower on reading tests. A home computer showed the opposite relationship—children with access to a home computer had scores that were around 6 points higher on the math and the language arts test and 4 points higher on the reading test, controlling for the same variables. ”

The study followed a diverse group of third-grade students from six schools in northern California. During the course of a school year, nearly 400 students and their parents were asked to report on the types of media available in the home, including television, videotapes, computers and video games, as well as how often the child used them. The children's math, reading and language arts skills were tested twice over the year using the Stanford Achievement Test.

Overall, children who had a television set in the bedroom but did not have a computer at home scored the lowest, while students without TV in the bedroom but with access to a computer at home scored the highest. Students who gained a television in the bedroom over the course of the school year scored lower in all areas than those who had their TV taken away during the same period. The researchers did not find a consistent
 negative association between test scores and the amount of television watched per week.

“Educators and parents are looking for ways to improve children's standardized test scores. This study suggests that something as logical and straightforward as taking TV sets out of kids' bedrooms, or not putting them there in the first place, may be a solution, ” said the co-author of the study, Thomas N. Robinson, MD, MPH, an associate
 professor of pediatrics
 and medicine at Stanford University and director of the Center for Healthy Weight at Lucile Packard Children's Hospital at Stanford. “While this study does not prove that bedroom TV sets caused the lower test scores, it adds to accumulating
 data that kids shouldn't have TVs in their bedrooms. It also suggests that investing in a home computer for a child to use may be an additional strategy to help your child's test scores. The best combination was having both: no TV in the bedroom and also a home computer to use. ”

There is a new type of small advertisement becoming increasingly common in newspaper classified
 columns. It is sometimes placed among “situations vacant
 ”, although it does not offer anyone a job, and sometimes it appears among “situations wanted”, although it is not placed by someone looking for a job, either. What it does is to offer help in applying for a job.

“Contact us before writing your application”, or “Make use of our long experience in preparing your curriculum vitae
 or job history”, is how it is usually expressed. The growth and apparent success of such a specialized service is, of course, a reflection on the current high levels of unemployment. It is also an indication of the growing importance of the curriculum vitae （or job history）, with the suggestion that it may now qualify as an art form in its own right.

There was a time when job seekers simply wrote letters of application. “Just put down your name, address, age and whether you have passed any exams”, was about the average level of advice offered to young people applying for their first jobs when I left school. The letter was really just for openers, it was explained, and everything else could and should be saved for the interview. And in those days of full employment the technique worked. The letter proved that you could write and were available
 for work. Your eager face and intelligent replies did the rest.

Later, as you moved up the ladder, something slightly
 more sophisticated
 was called for. ①The advice then was to put something in the letter which would distinguish
 you from the rest. It might be the aggressive approach. “Your search is over. I am the person you are looking for”, was a widely used trick
 that occasionally succeeded. Or it might be some special feature specially designed for the job interview.

②There is no doubt, however, that it is increasing number of applicants with university education at all points in the process of engaging
 staff that has led to the greater importance of the curriculum vitae.

From early in her studies of parent-child interaction
 , Haight observed that many parents play an intentional
 role in encouraging their kids to pretend, and obviously see that role as important. “I was struck by the extent to which caregivers
 were pretending with their very young children, even before the children were displaying independent pretend play, ” she said.

In one study with a group of middle-class, white Americans, “the very consistent finding was that parents viewed pretending as important to their children's development, viewed it as an enjoyable activity, and thought that their role was significant in helping their children learn how to pretend”.

Through subsequent
 research, Haight concluded that these parents might be on to something. “We've found that, in fact, when children pretended with their caregivers, it was more complex, more elaborate, and also more extended than when they pretended by themselves, ” she said. “And they used the ideas that the parents initiated
 in their subsequent pretending. ”

A child playing by himself, for instance, might sit behind a toy steering wheel and simply turn the wheel and make engine noises. A parent joining in can take the child on a pretend trip, teaching along the way.

①Among the things that parents begin to communicate very early through pretending, whether consciously or unconsciously, is their culture, Haight noted—her observations based on a study involving both Chinese （in Taiwan district） and white, middle-class Americans. For the Americans, she found, pretend play was often child-centered and revolved around a toy or object. The Chinese parents more often than not initiated the play and used it to teach social customs or routines
 , like how to greet a guest or teacher.

“It's fascinating to see how deeply ingrained
 cultural beliefs get incorporated into pretend play—it's one of many everyday practices through which children get socialized into their culture, ” Haight said. The long-dominant thinking, that most pretending starts with the child, “would predict that pretend play would look pretty much the same wherever, regardless of the context—but we're saying that doesn't appear to be the case”.

How individual parents pretend with their kids also depends a lot on how they see their parental role, Haight said. For most fathers, their participation in pretend play seems “very related to how much they enjoy it”, she said. For most mothers, it seems related to “how important they feel it is to children's development”.

Between now（June） and Labor Day, millions of Americans will offer up their bodies to the sun's rays. A tan indicates health and beauty, and most sun worshippers will sacrifice a lot to achieve it. With each hour, the sun's ultraviolet radiation
 produces irreversible（不可逆的） damage, hastening the development of unsightly wrinkles. And with each year on the beach or rooftop, the sunbather increases his risk of getting skin cancer. Skin cancer is by far the most common form of cancer. An estimated 400,000 new cases will be detected this year in the United States, and almost all of them can be blamed on overexposure to the sun. Fortunately, most of these cancers are highly curable. But they can be disfiguring and take time to treat.

For that reason, sun worshippers should treat deity with a good deal of awe. Sunburn, of course, is the initial hazard
 posed by UV radiation. Prolonged exposure to UV, however, interferes with the production of collagen fibers in the dermis, causing the skin to lose elasticity and creating premature wrinkles. Further deterioration of the dermis deprives the epidermis of nutrition and causes it to become thin and dry. Cancer is UV's final insult
 . Shortwave radiant energy, especially from the UV-B band, breaks the strands of DNA. Enzymes work constantly to rearrange the DNA into proper sequence
 , but with repeated UV exposure, the repair process
 may eventually break down
 . Then the mutant（突变的） DNA may produce a colony
 of cancer cells. But skin cancer may be avoided with a good dose of common sense. People with fair skin and blue eyes who burn easily stand the highest risk. Special danger spots are the parts of the body most constantly exposed to the sun, such as the cheeks, nose, lower lip and the ears. Film has properties that set it apart from painting, sculpture, novels, and plays. It is also, in its most popular and powerful form, a story telling medium that shares many elements with the short story and the novel. And since film presents its stories in dramatic form, it has even more in common with the stage play: Both plays and movies act out or dramatize, show rather than tell, what happens.

Unlike the novel, short story, or play, however, film is not handy
 to study; it cannot be effectively frozen on the printed page. The novel and short story are relatively easy to study because they are written to be read. The stage play is slightly more difficult to study because it is written to be performed. But plays are printed, and because they rely heavily on the spoken word, imaginative readers can conjure up at least a pale imitation of the experience they might have been watching a performance on stage. This cannot be said of the screenplay, for a film depends greatly on visual and other no visual elements that are not easily expressed in writing. ①The screenplay requires so much “filling in” by our imagination that we cannot really approximate
 the experience of a film by reading a screenplay, and reading a screenplay is worthwhile
 only if we have already seen the film. Thus, most screenplays are published not to read but rather to be remembered.

Still, film should not be ignored because studying it requires extra effort. And the fact that we do not generally “read” films does not mean we should ignore the principles of literary or dramatic analysis when we see a film. Literature and films do share many elements and communicate
 many things in similar ways. Perceptive film analysis rests on the principles used in literary analysis, and if we apply what we have learned in the study of literature to our analysis of films, we will be far ahead of those who do not. Therefore, before we turn to the unique elements of film, we need to look into the elements that film shares with any good story.

Dividing film into its various elements for analysis is a somewhat artificial process, for the elements of any art form never exist in isolation. It is impossible, for example, to isolate plot
 from character: Events influence people, and people influence events; the two are always closely interwoven in any fictional, dramatic, or cinematic work. Nevertheless, the analytical method uses such a fragmenting technique for ease
 and convenience. But it does so with the assumption that we can study these elements in isolation without losing sight of their interdependence or their relationship to the whole.

Legends about King Arthur have existed since the 6th century. Stories of the man and his doings have grown far beyond anything that could be regarded as factual history. Here are some of the highlights.

Arthur was born as a result of the wizardry of Merlin, who arranged all adulterous liaisons between Arthur's father, King Uther Pendragon, and his lover, a married duchess. Merlin agreed to do this only if the lovers allowed him to bring up the child born of the affair. When Uther Pendragon died some years later, there was confusion in the kingdom about who should inherit
 the throne. Merlin arranged a pageant（盛会） where many knights came to try their luck at pulling a sword
 out of a stone. Whoever successfully extracted the blade
 was the rightful king. After many a brave knight had tried and failed, Merlin presented the young Arthur who, to everyone's surprise, easily pulled out the sword.

As King Arthur established the knightly fellowship of the Round Table at his castle of Camelot, so appear all the other chivalrous knights associated with the king. The knights of the Round Table spent much of their time on the quest for the Holy
 Grail（圣杯）.The Grail is the cup used by Jesus at the Last Supper, which was allegedly brought to Britain, then somehow lost. It is notoriously hard to get hold of, as finding it requires an almost superhuman degree of moral purity. At last it was the true gentleman Sir Galahad who eventually found it and set off to return it to its rightful place in the Holy Land.

Arthur's death is a matter of some debate. According to legend, one of Arthur's less intelligent
 moves was his decision to marry the Lady Guinevere, who fell in love with Sir Lancelot, and their adultery led to war among the knights of the Round Table, culminating in the Battle of Camlan and Arthur's mortal wound. After the Battle of Camlan the wounded king was taken to the mysterious isle of Avalon ruled by his sister Morgan Le Faye. She, being skilled in the arts of witchcraft and healing, was apparently meant to cure him. Many critics of the current welfare
 system argue that existing welfare regulations lead to family instability. They believe that those regulations, which exclude
 most poor husband-and-wife families from Aid to Families with Dependent Children（AFDC） assistance
 grants, contribute to
 the problem of family dissolution. Thus, they conclude that expanding the set of families that can eligibly get such grants would result in a marked strengthening of the low-income family structure.

If all poor families could receive welfare, would the incidence of instability change markedly? The answer to this question depends on the relative importance of three types of potential welfare recipients. The first is the “cheater”—the husband who is reported to have abandoned
 his family, but in fact disappears only when the social worker is in the neighborhood. The second consists of a loving husband and devoted father who, sensing his own inadequacy as a family supporter, leaves so that his wife and children may enjoy the relative benefit provided by public assistance. There is very little evidence that these two types are significant.

The third type is the unhappily married couple, who remain together out of a sense of economic responsibility for their children, because of the high costs of separation, or because of the consumption benefits of marriage. This group is large. ①The formation, maintenance, and dissolution of the family is in large part a function of the relative balance between the benefits and costs of marriage as seen by the individual members of the marriage. Since the family performs certain functions society regards as vital, a complex network of social and legal process has evolved to reinforce
 marriage. Much of the variation
 in marital stability across income classes can be explained by the variation in costs of dissolution imposed by society, such as division of property, and child support.

②Marital stability is related to the costs of achieving an acceptable agreement on family consumption and production and to the prevailing social price of instability in the marriage partners' social-economic group. Expected income exerts
 pressures on family instability by reducing the cost of dissolution. To the extent that welfare is a form of government-subsidized AFDC payments, it reduces the costs of separation and guarantees a minimal standard of living for wife and children. So welfare opportunities are a significant determinant of family instability in poor neighborhoods, but this is not the result of AFDC regulations that exclude most intact families from coverage. Rather, welfare-related instability occurs because public assistance lowers both the benefits of marriage and the costs of its breach by providing a system of government-subsidized payments.

Passage One

文章精要

由于常年暴露在阳光下，日光浴者得皮肤癌的危险在增加。紫外线辐射引起的最初危害是晒斑，长期暴露在紫外线辐射下的最终结果是皮肤癌。皮肤专家建议在上午11点到下午3点太阳光线最强的时候避免阳光照射，坚持日光浴的人要在身上涂一层好的防晒霜。

背景知识

在大气上部距地面部25~30公里处的臭氧层能吸收来自太阳的过量紫外线，保护地球上的生灵。但是近年来人类大量地排放氟利昂之类的氯氟化烃化合物，破坏了平流层臭氧，使到达地面的紫外线辐射量增多。过多的紫外线辐射会影响眼睛和皮肤，引起急性角膜炎和结膜炎、慢性白内障等眼疾，导致皮肤老化，出现皱纹、雀斑等，最终诱发皮肤癌。紫外线辐射还会促使各种有机材料和无机材料加速化学分解和老化，促使颜料和染料褪色；紫外线辐射对人及各种动、植物的生理和生长发育都会造成危害和影响。

1. B　细节题。文章第一段最后提到估计今年美国将诊断出40万例皮肤癌，大部分是过度暴露在日光下的缘故，故选B。

2. C　推断题。日光浴崇拜者应当带着敬畏对待的神当然是太阳，故选C。

3. A　细节题。文章第二段第二句提到晒斑是紫外线辐射对人体造成的最初的危害，因此选A。

4. D　细节题。文章第二段中间提到由于不断地暴露在紫外线下，DNA的这种修复会最终停止，故选D。

5. B　主旨题。文章最后一段讲述的是皮肤专家的两条建议，都是防止太阳对人体的过度照射，而这又是为了防止皮肤癌的发生，因此选B。

Passage Two

文章精要

本文主要介绍了欣赏电影与欣赏文学作品的方法的异同。电影有着与绘画、雕塑、小说和戏剧不同的特点，它是由多种手段相结合的产物，欣赏电影时要把各种要素综合起来。研究文学作品将对解读电影帮助颇大，因为文学与电影有着诸多共通点。

背景知识

文学和电影作为两种不同的艺术门类，其艺术规律和表达方式不尽相同。众所周知，电影和文学作为艺术殿堂中的姐妹花，存在一些天然的难以割舍的亲属关系，但是二者的区别则更显而易见，它们有不同的审美价值，不同的艺术特性，更有各自不同的形象思维与叙事规律。电影是通过画面与音响作用于大众感官的视听艺术，而文学则是经由文字的传达作用于读者头脑的想象艺术。书面语言的使用，使文学家在深入探索和表现人物细致入微的思想感情上具有得天独厚的优势，文字语言甚至可以毫不费力地表述抽象概念与凌乱而不相接的心理流程。

答案解析

6. D　主旨题。文章主要对电影与文学作品的分析做了比较和说明，这是文章主旨所在。

7. B　细节题。从第二段可以知道，研究电影不方便的地方在于，电影无法被写下来，它是多种手段综合使用的产物。

8. B　推断题。第三段主要谈到文学作品与电影有很多共通点，将文学中学到的知识运用到电影分析中是大有裨益的，故选B。

9. A　推断题。最后一段第一句话指出，把电影分割成不同元素来分析是一个人为的过程，任何艺术的元素都不可能单独存在。由此可见，电影中各个因素已经结合成为不可分的整体，各要素相互影响。将它们分割开来，会影响对整体的理解。

10. A　语义题。文章倒数两句的意思是说，“分析方法可以为了方便而利用分段技术……”，之后紧接着用了it来指代上句的analytical method，故选A。

Passage Three

文章精要

本文主要介绍了传说中的亚瑟王一生中三件重要事情：石里拔剑继承王位，找到圣杯的圆桌勇士，彰显其品性正派。传奇死亡的背后有着更神秘的角色——湖上夫人（the Lady of the Lake），她将宝剑传承给了亚瑟王。

答案解析

11. C　主旨题。通读全文，可知这篇文章简要介绍了King Arthur传奇的一生，而不是历史。其他选项都不能概括整个篇章的内容，故选C。

12. D　细节题。第二段第四句话暗示Merlin设计了这次从石里拔剑的竞赛，故意让Arthur成为唯一能从石头中拔出剑的那个人，故选D，其他选项都不是直接理由。

13. B　细节题。第三段最后一句话明确指出，真正的绅士Sir Galahad找到了圣杯。

14. B　细节题。最后一段倒数第三句话可以看出，Arthur把他的神剑还给了当初把剑送给他的the Lady of the Lake，不是他的王后，也不是他的养父Merlin，更不是他的妹妹。

15. A　推断题。文章最后一句说“我们只能总结说他的妹妹不是一个好医生”，由此可以判断Arthur的妹妹没能治好他的致命伤，故选A。

Passage Four

文章精要

本文讨论了福利制度会导致家庭不和谐，还对可能的福利受益人进行细分。作者提出家庭稳定是建立在婚姻双方的收入与支出保持相对平衡的基础上的，而福利系统可能导致紊乱。

答案解析

16. A　主旨题。第一段前两句话即为概括全篇的主题句，许多批评家认为现行的福利制度导致家庭的不稳定，同时又指出这一制度将很多贫穷的家庭排除在外。选项A与之最为相符。选项B不全面，C、D文中未提及。

17. B　观点态度题。综观全文，作者给出了论点论据，条理清晰，论述客观科学，故选B（科学的、不含个人偏见的）。选项A（有信心的，乐观的）、C（灰心的，警戒的）、D（礼貌的，敏感的）均可排除。

18. A　推断题。由最后一段第一句话可知，婚姻稳定取决于两方面因素，一是家庭经济状况，二是所处社会群体的影响。选项A最为相符。其他三项均不正确。

19. D　推断题。此篇文章语调客观，有理有据，分析了当今福利政策与家庭和谐的关系，分了多种情况一一讨论，应该属于谈论时政的学术性文章，故选D；排除选项A（基础经济课文）、B（福利政策的历史书）、C（婚姻重要性的宗教文学）。

20. C　语义题。最后一段最后一句话是说，福利政策通过政府资助的偿还系统导致了家庭不稳定，这是因为公众基金降低了婚姻的津贴，也减少了_____的经济损失。此处its breach 指婚姻的破裂，与本段第三句中的the costs of separation 相对应，故选C。
