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前言














如同现代电影的情节设计，20世纪也是在结尾时达到高潮。富人和穷人之间，领导者和人民之间，劳动力和资本之间的关系愈发紧张；协商妥协的旧方式已经不足以引领世界进入一个拥有全新经济、全新同盟、全新结构的新社会；对于数百万人来说，失业已经不再是一时的不走运，而变成一种常态；民主不再是政府的基础，而成为人民的公仆。




结果是引起了一系列的动荡——有些甚至是翻天覆地的变化。一些战争像殖民时期一样旧式而单纯（在马尔维纳斯群岛、格林纳达、利比亚、津巴布韦），有些战争则有新的复杂性（黎巴嫩、阿富汗、安哥拉）。大规模暴动和革命的风潮推翻了海地、波兰、萨尔瓦多、菲律宾和巴拿马的政府，也撼动了印度、智利、英国、南非、法国和韩国。东欧大多数成员国都成功地将他们脆弱的统治一直维持到20世纪90年代。

新的孩子们走上街头，新的面孔出现在新的地方。雅皮士成为80年代的波西米亚人——他们骄傲、自信、努力，但缺乏远见。新男人本分地生活，他们照顾自己的孩子，清扫房屋，努力去除（或至少说减少）男性荷尔蒙给他们带来的负面影响。女性入侵了从前公认的男性“专属领域”。1983年9月，美国选出了史上第一位黑人美国小姐。

世界仍然在颠簸，不确定到底要前进还是后退。1988年，最后一个花花公子俱乐部关闭；1984年，德州通过投票决定停止教授进化论；美国的许多州又恢复了死刑；首位女宇航员升空；吉普车工业东山再起；隐形轰炸机诞生；一艘太阳能飞机穿越英吉利海峡；狒狒心脏被成功植入婴儿体内；1987年8月世界股票市场暴涨，两个月后又迅速跌到谷底。

石油过量供应，粮食极度短缺。1988年地球表面的大部分地区经历了50年来最严重的旱灾。污染成为世界场景中的主角，其中最令人恐惧的当属切尔诺贝利和波帕的污染情况。1985年8月，史上最恶劣的空气污染发生在日本的御巢鹰山。1988年，一场地震重创了亚美尼亚。

经历过这些，人类依旧充满希望和热情——比以往更加有智慧，不断创新，愈发勤奋……只是有那么一瞬忘记了关怀他的子孙和星球。


















Introduction














True to the formula recommended for modern movie plots, the 20th century reached crisis point as it approached its end. The tension between haves and have-nots, between power and the people, between labour and capital increased dramatically. The old tools of negotiation and compromise seemed inadequate for the job in hand — driving the world forward to new economies, new alliances, new social structures. Unemployment became a condition rather than a temporary misfortune for millions. Democracy became the servant rather than the basis of government.




The result was a series of explosions — some of mighty proportions. There were wars of old-fashioned colonial-style simplicity (in the Islas Malvinas, Grenada, Libya, Zimbabwe) and of new complexity (in the Lebanon, Afghanistan, Angola). An epidemic of riots and revolutions brought down governments in Haiti, Poland, El Salvador, the Philippines and Panama; and tested the mettle of others in India, Chile, Britain, South Africa, France and South Korea. Most of the satellite governments of Eastern Europe managed to maintain their trembling hold on a withering authority into the 1990s.

There were new kids on the block, new faces in new places. The yuppie emerged as the Bright Young Thing of the Eighties — proud, ambitious, hard working but myopic. New Man washed up, fed his babies, cleaned the house and battled to erase (or at least limit) the worst side effects of his testosterone. Women invaded what had formerly been ‘men only’ arenas. In September 1983 the United States selected its first black Miss America.

And the world continued to crash its gears, never certain whether it wished to go forward or backwards. The last Playboy club closed in 1988. Texas voted to cease teaching the theory of evolution in 1984. Capital punishment returned to many American states. The first female astronauts came on stream. The Jeep made a comeback. The stealth bomber made its sinister debut. A solar-powered aircraft flew the Channel. A baboon’s heart was implanted in a baby. The world stock markets soared in August 1987 and crashed two months later.

There were gluts of oil and desperate shortages of food. The worst drought for fifty years parched much of the world’s surface in 1988. Pollution established itself as a major player on the world scene, with the horrors of Chernobyl and Bhopal well to the fore. The worst ever air disaster occurred on Mount Osutaka, Japan, in August 1985. An earthquake devastated Armenia in December 1988.

Through it all shone the hope and enthusiasm of the human race — ever-ingenious, ever-inventive, ever-industrious… but perhaps for a brief moment losing some of its concern for its fellows and its planet.

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20世纪80年代，一群全新的领导人登上历史舞台。撒切尔和鲁霍拉·穆萨维·霍梅尼相继在1979年上台，而里根、布什、穆加贝、雅鲁泽尔斯基、瓦文萨、戈尔巴乔夫、密特朗和科尔才刚刚进入世界政坛。在他们和其他各国政治领导人共同领导的十年里，第二次世界大战后的世界格局改变了，战后政治时期正式开始。

他们以全心全意的热情和精力完成自己的使命，政治格局也随之渐渐两极分化。他们必须用新方法解决新问题——全球沟通、市场经济、核废料管理——而不是像贫困、疾病、饥荒和压迫这种老生常谈的问题。

他们完全控制并颠覆了大部分的世界，终结了传统的工会制度，结束了一国的保守主义，推倒了柏林墙。他们也促进了苏联的瓦解。然而，当尘埃落定，世界看起来一如既往。












An almost totally new cast was assembled for the dramas of the 1980s. Thatcher and the Ayatollah Khomeini had both come to power in 1979, but Reagan and Bush, Mugabe, Jaruzelski and Walesa, Gorbachev, Mitterrand and Kohl were all new on the scene. Together, they and dozens of others presided over a decade that saw the end of the world that had been constructed after the Second World War, and the beginning of political post-modernism.

They set about their appointed tasks with single-minded gusto that polarised the political scene. What they had to offer were new solutions directed at new problems — global communication, market economies, managing nuclear waste — rather than the eternal problems of poverty, disease, famine and oppression.

They shook much of the world by the scruff of its neck, administering the last rites to traditional trade unionism, to one-nation conservatism, to the Berlin Wall. They initiated the later collapse of the Soviet. When, however, the dust settled a decade or so later, the world was recognisably the same — warts and all.

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自第二次世界大战以来的40年里，世界没再发生过全球性的冲突。只有局部地区内的战斗，没有大范围的战争。有解放战争、革命、贪婪的殖民和邻国间的冲突，还有空袭和武装干涉——尤其是来自美国的干涉。

苏联耗费人力、资源试图帮助阿富汗抵挡入侵的圣战者，最终以失败告终；当少数阿根廷科学家和士兵登上南乔治亚岛时，英国又恢复了19世纪的做派；在这十年的大多数时间，伊朗和伊拉克都在鏖战。哥伦比亚、尼加拉瓜、萨尔瓦多、智利、菲律宾、海地和巴拿马都发生了武装暴动。安哥拉的内战持续了整整十年，南非、韩国、伦敦南部、北爱尔兰和法国也都爆发了动乱。

这个年代还有些让人不寒而栗的流行语——“第二次冷战”“苏联和美国的新殖民扩张”“邪恶帝国”“意识形态战争”“核储备”——人们预期的东西方大战没有发生实在是万幸。












Forty years on from the Second World War, the world managed to avoid another glob conflict. Fighting was local, rather than on the grand scale. There were wars of liberation, of revolution, of colonial greed, and between unhappy neighbours. There were bombing raids and instances of armed intervention — notably by the United States. 

The Soviet Union spent lives and resources in an ultimately unsuccessful attemp to save Afghanistan from the encroaching mujahedin; Britain reverted to 19th-century patterns of behaviour when a handful of Argentinian scientists and soldiers landed in South Georgia; Iran and Iraq spent most of the decade in bitter dispute. There were armed insurrections in Colombia, Nicaragua, El Salvador, Chile, the Philippines, Haiti and Panama. The civil war in Angola dragged on throughout the decade. Riots erupted in South Africa, South Korea, south London, Northern Ireland and France.

In a decade of chilly catchphrases — ‘second cold war’, ‘Soviet and US neo-colonial expansion’, ‘evil empire’, ‘ideological warfare’, ‘nuclear stockpiling’ — it was a mercy that the anticipated holocaust between East and West did not materialise.

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一切都结束得太快了。四十多年来，东欧做任何事都必须仰仗苏联——援助、保护、领导、管理、压迫、控制。这种单一的结构在1956年和1968年确实有不稳的迹象，但这个里根臆想中的“邪恶帝国”似乎能永远屹立不倒。

1980年，波兰格但斯克的船厂工人在莱赫·瓦文萨的领导下，强硬要求政府承认自由工会的权利。此后的十年间，瓦文萨及其团结工会运动渐渐受到政府的打压。捷克斯洛伐克、罗马尼亚、匈牙利和民主德国也都社会动荡。这些国家的领导人采取了压制、逮捕、限制自由等措施来应付变革。改革的最大动力源于苏联自身。1985年3月，米哈伊尔·戈尔巴乔夫被任命为共产党总书记。他习惯在听完顾问的简报后问一句：“你真的相信你自己说的话吗？”国家的命运早已是大势所趋。








When it came, the end was swift. For forty years or more, Eastern Europe had looked to the Soviet Union for everything — subsidies, protection, guidance, regulation, oppression, control. The monolithic structure had trembled occasionally, as in 1956 and again in 1968, but the ‘evil empire’ of Reagan's imagination seemed set to last forever.

In 1980 shipyard workers from Gdansk, Poland, led by Lech Walesa, forced their government to acknowledge the rights of free trade unions. Over the next ten years Walesa and the Solidarity movement nibbled away at the state's powers. There was unrest in Czechoslovakia, Romania, Hungary and East Germany. Incapable of change, Communist leaders responded by clamping down, making arrests, restricting freedom. The greatest impetus for reform came from the Soviet Union itself. In March 1985 Mikhail Gorbachev was appointed general secretary of the Communist Party. He brought a new directness, not least with his habit of turning to his advisers after a briefing and asking: 'Do you really believe what you're telling me?' The writing was on the Wall.
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4.金融

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1987年10月19日，股票市场跌垮，这股冲击确实造成了很大损害，但相对来说市场很快就复原了。1929年华尔街的崩溃带来的那场绵绵不断的悲剧并没有重演。几个月后市场再次回升到危机前的水平。

20世纪80年代是赚大钱的大好时机。站在财富顶峰的是企业家和狂热的风险投资商。紧随其后的是一群同样渴望财富但缺乏想象力的人，他们也希望在这场金钱角逐中分一大杯羹。他们之后还有许多心怀希望的人，相比于游艇、宫殿和人间美味，他们有一辆好车、一栋舒适的房子和一箱香槟就足够了。

美好时光继续着。人们很快就能赚到钱。政府从未如此支持人民，那时有最低的税收，最高的利润。或许除了默默无闻以外，没有什么是钱买不到的。












When the stock markets crumpled on 19 October 1987, the Crash ruined many but overall recovery was relatively quick. There was none of the drawn-out misery that followed the Wall Street Crash of 1929. Within a few months the markets had clawed their way back to pre-Crash highs.

The Eighties were years of making money in amazing amounts. At the top of the pile of gold were the entrepreneurs, the gung-ho venture capitalists. In their wake came those equally hungry for wealth but with less imagination, the willing cohorts prepared to burn themselves out for a large slice of the action. Behind them came the hopeful, content with a fast car rather than a yacht, a comfortable house rather than a palace, a case of champagne, rather than the elixir of life.

The good times kept rolling. People made money hand over fist. Never had governments been more supportive; these were glory days of ever lower taxation, ever higher profit. There was nothing that money couldn't buy except perhaps anonymity.

这是明星大显身手的好时代。电视肥皂剧《家族风云》和《豪门恩怨》的观众数量都达到了历史新高。电影预算前所未有之高 ——《蝙蝠侠》耗资5000万美元；《谁陷害了兔子罗杰》曾一时成为预算最高的电影，耗资7000万美元。巨大的收益也证明这些投资都是值得的——仅《ET》的票房就高达2.28亿美元。

电影工业的新活力和巨大收益一大部分要归功于史蒂文·斯皮尔伯格。他几乎凭一人之力重新建立了美国家庭一起外出看电影的习惯，他的电影让人们重温了40年代和50年代初期的美好时光。这是一项巨大的成就，因为越来越多的家庭拥有了录像机，赖在沙发上看电视的时代就要来了。

20世纪80年代，电视和电影中的暴力场景持续增加。阿诺·施瓦辛格把对手扔向数不清的墙上；在《虎胆龙威》中，布鲁斯·威利斯对洛杉矶造成的损坏比1987年10月的地震还猛烈。乔治·卢卡斯完成了他的《星球大战》三部曲，科幻电影变成了最受欢迎的电影类型。








Times were good for the stars. Television audiences reached an all-time peak for the on-going dramas of the TV soaps Dallas and Dynasty. Film budgets reached their highest levels of all time — Batman cost $50 million, Who Framed Roger Rabbit? held the record for a while at $70 million. The returns on such massive capital outlays made it all worthwhile — ET alone grossed $228 million.

Much of the credit for this renewed vigour and profitability went to Steven Spielberg. Almost single-handedly he revived the notion of family outings to the cinema, with films that brought back memories of the golden days of the 1940s and early 1950s. It was a considerable achievement, for video recorders were to be found in more and more homes and the age of the couch potato was looming.

The Eighties also saw a continuation in the rise of violence on TV and cinema screen. Arnie Schwarzenegger splattered his enemies against innumerable walls; in Die Hard Bruce Willis did more damage to LA than the earthquake of October 1987. George Lucas completed his Star Wars trilogy, and science fiction became the most popular movie genre.

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欧洲艺术家和艺术经纪人在20世纪80年代广泛撒网，从非洲、亚洲和南美洲的艺术中获得灵感和利润；这是一个多民族文化发挥影响力的时代，一个纽约、巴黎和伦敦的艺术家借鉴更古老文明的时代；这是一个用多媒体技术展示，通过视频或嗡嗡作响的电脑展览艺术作品的时代；这也是一个商业支持艺术的时代——毕竟，每个新大厅都需要吸引人的装饰品。

萨尔曼·拉什迪1988年出版《撒旦诗篇》后受到死亡威胁，这大大刺激了文学的发展。这本书在印度被禁止并焚毁，次年，鲁霍拉·穆萨维·霍梅尼在伊朗还发布了对萨尔曼·拉什迪的追杀令。一群编剧都把这次事件牢记在心——大卫·麦米特、彼得·谢弗、大卫·哈、山姆·夏普德和阿瑟·米勒以及许多其他剧作家。舞台音乐剧借用了很多历史地理事件，取得了空前的成功。          








European artists and art brokers cast their nets widely in the 1980s, turning for inspiration and profit to the art of Africa, Asia and South America. It was the age of multi-ethnic influence, a time when artists in New York, Paris and London borrowed from other, older civilisations. It was the age of multimedia presentation, exhibitions that featured video displays or linked works of art to gently humming computers. And it was the age of corporate sponsorship — after all, every new atrium needed its sculpted, centre-piece.

The literary world was much enlivened by the death threat that hung over Salman Rushdie following the publication of The Satanic Verses in 1988. The book was banned and burned in India, and in Iran the Ayatollah Khomeini issued a fatwa against Rushdie the following year. A clutch of playwrights kept the straight theatre in good heart —David Mamet, Peter Shaffer, David Hare, Sam Shepard, Arthur Miller and many more. The stage musical plundered the history and geography syllabus for ever more unlikely subjects for a hit.

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黑胶唱片已经时日无多。唱片店的货架上磁带的库存量日渐减少，而CD的引进和音乐视频对于音乐产业来说，是一剂强心剂。销量和利润急剧上升，成名的几率也达到了前所未有的高度。

在1984年末，英国Band Aid乐队发行了单曲《他们知道现在是圣诞节吗？》。这首单曲销售所得的800万英镑用于缓解埃塞俄比亚数百万人的饥荒。1985年夏天，全球进入点唱机时代。伦敦温布利体育馆和费城的约翰肯尼迪体育场同时举行的“拯救生命”大型演唱会共筹得7000万美元。虽然对于非洲日益恶化的问题来说是杯水车薪，但是它将整个世界连结在了一起，在音乐的丛林里开辟出了一条道路，在本世纪剩下的时间里，唤醒了流行音乐巨星们对这一问题的关注。

除了Band Aid乐队和“拯救生命”慈善演唱会，音乐世界里同样发生了很多其他事：电子音乐、新浪漫、史塔克、埃特肯和沃特曼，车库音乐，嘻哈/说唱，迷幻浩室——每一类别都有立足的土壤。












The days of vinyl were numbered. Stocks of cassettes dwindled on the shelves of record stores but the introduction of the CD and the pop video was a shot in the arm for the music industry. Sales and profits spiralled; the incidence of fame and celebrity status reached all-time highs.

In Britain late in 1984, Band Aid released the single Do They Know It's Christmas? The 8 million proceeds from the sales of the single went to relieve starving millions in Ethiopia. In summer 1985 came the Global Jukebox, the simultaneous Live Aid concerts in Wembley Stadium, London and the JFK Stadium, Philadelphia. The concerts raised $70 million dollars, not enough alas to solve the worsening problems in even one corner of Africa. But it brought the world together, blazed a path through the jungle of pop, and awakened the consciences of pop stars for the rest of the century.

Apart from Band Aid/Live Aid, there were other things happening in music: electronic, New Romantic, Stock, Aitken and Waterman, Garage, hip hop/rap, Acid House — all had their place in the sun...
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8.时装时尚

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20世纪70年代有迷你裙和朋克作为自己的时尚商标，而80年代却没有特定的典型风格。然而，他们有了一位超级偶像——威尔士王妃戴安娜。当她于70年代末期首次出现时，羞涩而清纯。而到1981年7月她嫁给查尔斯王子时，戴安娜（还有她的结婚礼服）已经俘获了所有女性的想象。在这个十年将要结束时，她的风格和影响已经传播到了全世界。

时尚界历经了几次转变。知名的有——库雷热、圣洛朗伯爵、古琦、阿玛尼、韦斯特伍德、拉格菲尔德，还有其他十几人——仍然雄霸巴黎、米兰、纽约和伦敦的秀场。但是同时期也有新鲜面孔出现，包括凯瑟琳·哈姆尼特、克里斯汀·拉克鲁瓦、卡洛琳·查尔斯，以及走在时尚前沿的日本设计师三宅一生和川久保玲。

与此同时，时尚在日常生活中不断变化，变得更难掌控。70年代淘汰的马丁靴在秀场上重获高档时尚的地位之后，又重新回到了大街上。













Whereas the Seventies had their fashion trademarks in the mini and the punk, no particular style typified the 1980s. Instead, they had an icon — Diana, Princess of Wales. Shy and jejune when she first appeared towards the end of the 1970s, by the time she married Prince Charles in July 1981 Diana (and her wedding dress) had captured the imagination of women everywhere. By the end of the decade, her style and influence had spread all over the world.

In the fashion houses there were few changes. The established names — Courrèges, Saint Laurent, Gucci, Armani, Westwood, Lagerfeld and a dozen more — still held sway over the catwalks of Paris, Milan, New York and London. But there were also relative newcomers, among them Katharine Hamnett, Christian Lacroix, Caroline Charles and, at the forefront of Japanese designers, Issey Miyake and Comme des Garcons.

Meanwhile, out on the streets, fashions continued to mutate and became harder to pin down. The Doc Marten boot, that old stand-by of the Seventies, was given high-fashion status on the catwalk before it returned to the street as a shoe.
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9.青春年华

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从20世纪50年代开始， 建立一种鲜明的青少年文化的趋势就已经出现，在60年代形成潮流，在20世纪80年代的时候达到高潮。年轻人有了更多的钱，更少的限制。 他们工作勤奋，玩得也很疯。或许这个世界需要更多的照顾和关注，但是，此时此刻，生活是属于充满活力的人的，年轻人有足够的能量来照亮这个世界。 

从东半球到西半球，每一座城市的俱乐部都上演着同样的场景：灯光闪亮，人们大量嗑药喝酒，醉倒在地上，有的甚至死亡。但是节拍不停，舞蹈继续，娱乐仍在进行，消磨掉周末里剩下的时间，而有工作的人会在周一早晨迎接残酷的阳光。

在孩子们曾经嬉闹的街上，青少年们带着收音机，开始展示他们作为滑板运动员、轮滑运动员或者霹雳舞者的技巧，或是仅仅打发时间。在门口和废弃的建筑物、小巷和通道，他们揣着越来越少的毒品，想着下一次的剂量从哪儿来。








The trend towards establishing a separate youth culture that had started in the 1950s and had come on stream in the 1960s reached full flood in the 1980s. Young people had more money and fewer inhibitions. They worked hard and played hard. Perhaps the planet was in need of care and attention, but, right now, life was for the energetic and youth had enough energy to light up the world.

East and west, every major city had its club scene. Lights flashed, pills popped, liquor was consumed in enormous quantities, people collapsed, some even died, but the beat and the dance and the fun went on, wiping out the rest of the weekend but allowing those with jobs to creep back to work in the cruel light of Monday morning.

On streets where children once cavorted, youth now exhibited their skills as skateboarders, rollerbladers or breakdancers, took their ghetto-blasters for a walk, or simply passed the time. In doorways and derelict buildings, alleys and passageways, there were those who nursed their ever-dwindling stocks of drugs and wondered where the next hit was coming from.

但是，体育运动仍在继续前行。法国、联邦德国和阿根廷主导国际足坛。美国和苏联则横扫田径赛事。联邦德国凭借鲍里斯·贝克尔和斯黛菲·格拉芙赢得了网球的荣耀。印度和澳大利亚则包揽了板球世界杯。每个人都有展示能力的竞技场。












Never before had sport attracted so many followers, received so much publicity or generated so much wealth. Nor had it ever experienced such tragedy and drama as it did in the 1980s. Almost a hundred years earlier, the Baron de Coubertin had inaugurated the modern Olympic movement and stated the Olympic ideal. In the 1988 Olympics at Seoul what mattered was not taking illegal substances. Drugs cost Ben Johnson of Canada a gold medal; they later cost several athletes their careers.

Football was hit by appalling tragedies. In May 1985, fifty-six football fans were killed in a fire. Less than three weeks later thirty-nine fans were crushed to death in the crumbling Heysel Stadium, Brussels. Worse followed. On 15 April 1989, ninety-five Liverpool fans died during an FA Cup semi-final.

But sport continued on its way. France, West Germany and Argentina dominated international football. The USA and the Soviet Union swept the field in athletics. West Germany grabbed tennis glory through Boris Becker and Steffi Graf. India and Australia took cricket's World Cup. There was something for everyone.

全世界有无数的儿童团伙依靠在大街上乞讨、偷汽车轮胎、卖淫、在垃圾堆争抢食物为生。当电视观众们看到孩子们在苏丹、在贝鲁特、在罗马尼亚的孤儿院、在军营里、在南美洲的贫民窟如何生存时，他们被吓坏了。

在更舒适的土地上，贸易商为儿童开设了专柜。有了大量的儿童电影，包括《外星人》《飞侠哥顿》和《超人》。玩具店里塞满了旧式手工玩具和新的摇钱树——装电池的塑料玩具。书店里的游戏书籍和奇幻历险故事满满当当。但电脑是最流行的新玩具。












The 1960s had invented the teenager; the 1970s had seen the full flowering of 'youth'. It was time for children to reappear on the world stage. In the 1980s they did so in a series of tragedies whose themes were war, famine and exploitation. One 14-year-old from Mozambique declared: 'I have never seen peace. I don't know what peace is. I have never lived in freedom.' He spoke for millions of African children.

All over the world there were stories of gangs of children who lived by begging on the streets, stealing the hubcaps of cars, prostituting themselves, scrabbling for food on garbage heaps. Television viewers flinched as they saw how children lived in the Sudan, in Beirut, in Romanian orphanages, in military camps, in the slums of South America.

In more comfortable lands, traders set out their stalls for children. There was a spate of children's films, from ET to Flash Gordon and Superman. Toyshops bulged with a mixture of the old hand-made toys and new big money-spinners that were battery operated and made of plastic; bookshops were filled with 'game books', fantasy adventure stories. But the most popular new toy was the computer.

To and fro swung the pendulum of progress and reaction. The first black Miss America was crowned in September 1983. Just over a year later Margie Velma Barfield became the first woman to be executed in the USA for more than twenty-two years. Crack cocaine appeared. Ben and Jerry became ice-cream millionaires. After scandals involving Jimmy Swaggart (`moral transgression') and Jim Bakker (fraud), two of America's most popular TV ministers faded from the screen.

Elsewhere, the Turin Shroud was shown to have been a low-tech medieval creation, and The Hitler Diaries to have been the product of a fertile imagination but not that of the Führer. The matador Francisco Rivera died after being gored in the thigh: the offending bull's mother was promptly killed. In England the Yorkshire Ripper was convicted of murdering thirteen women.

More people married, more divorced. There were more holidays. For the fortunate minority, the world opened up like a giant playground. For the majority, there were brief respites from want and misery, when hope bloomed like a flower in the desert.
