1. Soil is required along with some important nutrients.



2. Temperature: The ideal temperature for growing the plant is between a little over 22 to 30 degrees Celsius or between 73 to 86 degrees Fahrenheit. Right temperature is really important for the rate of growth.



3. Nutrients: If there is reduction of nutrients in the soil artificial or preferably organic fertilizers are added to it. While adding nutrients is necessary it must be done under careful observation and deciding on the quantity that can be used. Caution is imperative.



4. Water: It goes without saying that water is essential for the cannabis plant but how much is required depends on various factors like the growth stage and how much light or temperature has the plant been exposed to, its size and strength too. The quality of water is extremely important, and that means where the water is being sourced from is crucial.



5. Light: Though there is a tendency and belief that the right amount of light whether artificial or natural is appropriate, but there is a school of thought that insists on natural light being healthier for the plant to grow faster to its optimum size and yield. Again, there is a divide amongst experts on how long should be the exposure to light and for how long should it be rested in shade. This also depends on the variety of the cannabis being cultivated. Some variants need short periods in shade and, others may require sustained periods in shade for optimum growth and yield.







Since we are considering cannabis cultivation for medicinal use, the important thing is to look at it from a perspective where cultivation is being done under controlled conditions and under constant supervision by professionally trained and experienced technicians. These experts keep a close watch on its growth through different stages- from gestation, seeding, vegetation, topping, super cropping, bending & tying, pre flowering & flowering. Cultivating cannabis under controlled conditions is relatively expensive than growing it in open space. The quality though is appropriate to be used as medicine.

It is important to consult a doctor before you take cannabis to treat ALS. The two popular methods for intake of this medicine include the following:
