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第一部分　改进句子






Improving Sentence






概　述



在每套SAT真题中，改进句子的试题共25道，占49道文法试题一半以上。改进句子的考试形式是这样的：在一个句子中，有部分甚至全部都被划线，然后提供5个选项，要求考生从中选出一个最完美的选项。其中A选项和原句的划线部分一样，如果考生认为原句划线部分表达没有问题就选A，如果认为A不够完美，就从B、C、D、E中寻找正确答案。


例：
 Laura Ingalls Wilder published her first book and she was sixty-five years old then
 .

(A)and she was sixty-five years old then

(B)when she was sixty-five years old then

(C)at age sixty-five years old

(D)upon the reaching of sixty-five years old then

(E)at the time when she was sixty-five years old

上面的例题是一道标准的改进句子试题，其中A选项为原句划线部分。

分析历届SAT真题，改进句子所考查的内容非常单一，基本上就是重复考查一些考点。在本书中，我们把一些重要的考点分门别类，介绍这些考点的基本知识，并通过试题分析，让考生明白这些考点的来龙去脉。在了解基本考点后，考生应该大量做题，把理论知识运用到实践中去，逐步提高实战能力。

在5个选项中，一般根据一些文法点可以迅速排除两个甚至三个选项，而这两个或三个选项往往都是凑数的，对中国学生来讲应该没有太大的问题。这些凑数选项常涉及一些基本的文法错误，如时态错误、句子结构不完整、主从句之间没有连词，等等。因此，凑数选项的问题是比较容易看出来的。

但是，在排除两到三个选项后，在最后的两个（或三个）选项之间的选择往往非常难，因为剩下的选项仅仅从文法的角度看都没有太大的问题。这时，要从语言表达的简洁性和有效性等方面入手，看哪个选项的表达更完美。有时候，每个选项的表达都是不尽人意的，这时候，也只能进行比较，选一个最能接受的。

SAT倾向使用标准的书面体语言，不接受口语化或非正式文体的表达。如hopefully就被认为是口语化的词，正式的书面语中，要说I hope或she hopes等等。

不仅如此，SAT经过多年的考试，已形成了自己独有的文法体系，虽然这个体系建立在普通文法基础上，但和普通文法在有些内容上存在一些差异，特别是在代词指代、which指代、who和whom的使用等方面。以前，美国的老师和ETS经常就旧SAT试题中的analogy部分及文法部分争执不休，有时候甚至对簿公堂，主要原因就在于，美国绝大部分人都能接受的文法规则ETS却不认可。当然为了避免麻烦，ETS在最近几年的试题上，已经很少会考到一些有争论的文法点了。

另外一个值得我们注意的方面是，SAT的改进句子的错误选项中，错误往往不止一个。究其原因，可能还是ETS怕引火烧身，万一要打官司，你们说某个错误选项的某个点应该是正确的，但ETS起码还可以说，另外一个点是不正确的，该选项还是不能成为正确答案，所谓的狡兔三窟也。这对广大考生来说这实在是捡了个便宜，一个错误选项中的错误点越多，考生排除该选项的可能性就会越大。

笔者建议考生围绕改进句子的13个考点对学习SAT文法，针对每个考点，本书都做了详细的介绍，但限于篇幅，不可能每个点都介绍得那么详细。部分基础薄弱的同学也可以适当地参考一些别的文法书籍。本书的文法内容，完全针对SAT文法展开，为节约考生时间，在一些问题上没有展开太多。

建议考生对本书的所有例题，不要急着看答案和分析，应该先尝试自己分析，然后和本书的分析对照，看看思路是否一致。这样，考生可以逐渐培养做题思路，掌握做题技巧，从而提高应考时候的实战能力。




第一章　平行结构






第一节　平行结构语法知识



SAT对平行结构的要求非常严格，同时，也非常青睐平行结构。纵观历届真题，平行结构是SAT文法试题的必考内容之一。

平行结构是指两个或以上的句法和功能相似的部分，通过使用并列连词或词组，将它们完美地连接起来，共同作为整个句子的一部分。


例：
 She is not only pretty but also intelligent.

在上句中，pretty和intelligent同为对she的修饰语，用not only... but also这样的词组将它们连接起来，作为句子的表语。

一个完美的平行结构，首先在词性上要保持一致，其次在形式上也要保持一致。


例：
 She is not only pretty
 but also an intelligent girl
 .

这显然不是一个完美的平行结构，因为not only后面接的是一个形容词，而but also后面接的是一个名词性结构，词性不同的成分不能构成一个完美平行。应该说She is not only pretty but also intelligent。


例：
 I love Mary not because of her beauty but I love her intelligence.

这个平行结构同样是错误的。这个句子可以简化为not A but B结构。

A在此句为because of her beauty，那么B要与A一致，不能是一个完整的句子。应该说I love Mary not because of her beauty but because of her intelligence.

在SAT考试，凡是看到下列词组，就要首先考虑使用平行结构。

not only A but also B

both A and B

either A or B

neither A nor B

not A nor B

not A but/rather B

A rather than/instead of B

from A to B

在上述词组中，A和B一定要在词性和形式上保持完美一致。当然，这里的A和B也可以是一个完整的句子。


例：
 I love Mary not because she is pretty but because she is intelligent.

在SAT考试中，经常也会考查下列结构的平行。

prefer A to B

prefer doing A to doing B

prefer to do A rather than do B （不能用to do B）

would rather do A than do B

would as soon do A as B （宁愿做A不愿做B）

在SAT平行结构考题中，and是一个非常重要的参考符号。一个平行结构中最后一个平行成分的前面，一般都有个and以表明and后面的部分与前面的平行关系。比如看到and doing，则表示and doing前必至少还有个doing。看到and because从句，则前面必有另外一个because从句。

最后要特别说明的是，在SAT考试中，为了使平行结构清晰易懂，不产生歧义，可随时重复介词。可以说，SAT的介词平行具有优先的原则。


例：
 I learn a lot from this book, not that book.

这个句子在普通文法看来能说得过去，但SAT倾向于介词平行，故最好在that book前加上介词from，即：

I learn a lot from this book, not from that book.




第二节　平行结构试题分析



1．Among the accomplishments of President James Knox Polk are the creation of an independent treasury, establishing lower tariffs, and purchasing
 the Oregon territory.

【分析】


从句意上看，这里应该是个名词结构的平行，平行的成分有三个，都应该是名词。

A为一个名词和两个现在分词结构的平行，所以不能选用。

B、D、E同样没有做到严格的平行。

C为正确答案，三个名词完美平行（即creation, establishment和purchase），并且在名词后分别有个of接宾语，平行的三个部分都是采用了A of B的结构。

正确答案：C





2．Buying good shoes, training daily, and above all, the competition in numerous races are
 the keys to becoming a world-class runner.

(A)the competition in numerous races are

(B)the competing of numerous races are

(C)to compete in numerous races is

(D)competing in numerous races is

(E)competing in numerous races are


【分析】


在读到划线部分的时候就应该知道，这是考查动名词的平行，所以在above all后面必然是一个带有-ing结构的成分。所以，首先把A、B和C排除。在D和E中，唯一的区别是D使用了is，而E使用了are，因为主语部分有三个成分，应该是复数，所以排除D。

正确答案：E





3．Although Vincent Van Gogh influenced countless artists after his death, during his lifetime, he failed to achieve fame for the art he created nor profiting
 from sales of his work.

(A)created nor profiting

(B)created nor did he profit

(C)created nor to have profited

(D)created or profited

(E)created or to profit


【分析】


此句是fail to do A or （to）do B结构。

在SAT中，凡是nor出现，在其前面必须要有neither或者not，所以先排除A、B和C。在D和E中，仅仅从文法角度看，D没有问题，但这样profited就变成和created或failed平行，句意上不通。所以就只能和to achieve进行平行，即he failed to do A or to do B。本句的意思是：他没有从他创作的艺术中获得名声，也没有从出售作品中获利。

本题正确答案为E，E选项在or后面使用to profit，显然是和前面的to achieve fame构成了动词不定式的平行。不仅形式完美，最主要还是句意通顺。

顺便说明一下，在动词不定式的平行中，如果平行的成分只有两个，则第二个成分的动词不定式标志词to可以省略，但如果平行成分有三个，则第二和第三个成分要保持一致，就是说要么都是do，要么都是to do。当然，平行结构的第一个成分必须使用to do形式，即to一定不能省略。如：

The minority groups must be given the opportunity to advance, to seek justice, and to receive the kinds
 of special treatment that might compensate in part for historical inequities.

在上面这个例句中，三个动词不定式平行，其中第二和第三个部分均没有省略to，是正确的。当然，如果把第二和第三个部分里的to省略掉也是对的，即to advance, seek justice and receive也是正确的。





4．Some fans believe that in the next Olympics Michael Phelps will not only win seven gold swimming medals, but also many world records
 will be claimed.

(A)Michael Phelps will not only win seven gold swimming medals, but also many world records will be claimed

(B)Michael Phelps will win not only seven gold swimming medals, but will claim many world records as well

(C)Michael Phelps will not only win seven gold swimming medals but also claim many world records

(D)Michael Phelps will not only win seven gold swimming medals, but claim many world records in addition

(E)Michael Phelps will not only win seven gold swimming medals, but he will claim many world records also


【分析】


在not only A but also B中，A和B的形式要保持一致。

A选项中，not only后面是动词（win），而but also后为一个完整句子，故A必错。

B选项中，not only后为名词结构，而but also后为动词结构，也错。请注意，在not only... but also结构中，also可以省略。

E选项中，not only后是动词结构，但but后接的是一个完整的句子，也不是完美的平行。同时，把also放在句末，必错。请注意，not only... but also结构中，如果but also后面接一个完整的句子，那么可以省略also，同时also不需要和but紧紧相连，可以放在主语后面。如：Not only does she love sports, but she also spends time practising it.

现在只剩下D和E，显然，D中多了个in addition放在句末，而in addition是从来不放在句末的，只用于句首。

正确答案：C





5．People who have low motivation or are not at least moderately intelligent
 are not likely to make it as international journalists.

(A)have low motivation or are not at least moderately intelligent

(B)has either low motivation or not intelligence in at least moderate amounts

(C)are not highly motivated or who don't have at least moderate intelligence instead





(D)are not highly motivated or at least moderately intelligent

【分析】


这句话的意思是：那些没有动力、智商平庸的人是做不了新闻记者的。从意思上看要把“有动力、智商平庸”作为平行成分。

A用一个名词结构和一个形容词结构表达，不平行。

B虽然做到了用两个名词结构，但存在三个问题。因为people是复数，所以has应为have；即使改为have, people who have not intelligence的表达也很奇怪，应该说people who don't have intelligence或people who have no intelligence；另外，和low motivation平行的结构也应该是个形容词＋名词的形式，但B采用的是一个介词短语来修饰其前面的名词结构。同时，B的表达非常啰唆，不符合SAT的简洁性原则。

C分别用两个从句来表达“缺乏动力、智商平庸”这个意思，虽然做到了平行但不够简洁。

E的问题是使用了has，同时else很多余，并且moderate amounts of intelligence的表达不够简洁。

D用两个形容词构成平行，既平行又简洁。

正确答案：D





6．To address their financial woes, the vintners decided to hold two tastings per year instead of one and they would increase
 ticket prices by fifty percent.

(A)to hold two tastings per year instead of one and they would increase

(B)to hold two tastings per year instead of one and to increase

(C)instead of one on holding two tastings per year and to increase

(D)on holding two tastings per year instead of one for increasing

(E)to holding two tastings per year instead of one, thus increasing


【分析】


从句意上看，是“为了应付财务困难，酒商决定做A和B两件事情”，属于decide to do A and to do B结构。所以，A和B要平行。

C、D不符合decide to do something的固定表达，所以首先排除。注意，decide on something是“就某事达成一致意见”的意思。

E项的decide to doing something，将动词不定式的符号to错用为介词，也被排除。

A的问题有两个。首先，and所连接的并列成分要做到结构、词性、含义、时态等方面的对等，但在此选项中，and所连接的前后两个成分时态不一致；其次，使用句子的形式显然没有B选项采用两个动词不定式表达更简洁清楚。

正确答案：B





7．Today, more and more women are becoming paediatricians, psychologists, psychiatrists, and other medical specialties
 .

(E)and in other medical specialties


【分析】


从句意上看，4个名词构成平行结构，即在paediatricians, psychologists, psychiatrists的后面应该是and加名词。

B是个句子，首先排除。

C和E是介词词组，排除。

A和D都是名词结构，但A的名词不是“人”，所以不能和前面3个表示“人”的名词平行。

正确答案：D





8．Urban sprawl spreads development over large amounts of land, puts long distances between homes and job centers, and makes people more dependent
 on cars.

(A)makes people more dependent

(B)and people become more dependent

(C)also making people more dependent

(D)and there is more dependence of people

(E)making people more dependent


【分析】


本题的平行结构是spreads A，puts B and 　　　
 。and后是平行的最后一个成分，所以划线部分必须是一个动词的第三人称单数形式加C的结构。在5个选项中，只有A符合。

从这道题中，我们应该深刻地体会到，了解平行结构可以帮助我们迅速排除无关选项，从而节约做题时间，并提高正确率。

正确答案：A





9．The use of laser surgery has made it possible for doctors to be not only less obtrusive but also more accurate
 .

(A)but also more accurate

(B)but also being accurate

(C)but also accurately

(D)and being accurate as well

(E)and accurately as well


【分析】


首先排除D和E，因为没有but also和划线部分前面的not only相匹配。

B的but also后是being accurate，和not only后面的形容词less obtrusive不平行。

C在but also后面接的是副词accurately，也和前面的部分不平行。

只有A和划线部分前面的部分平行，全句是两个形容词的平行。

正确答案：A





10．In The Elements of Style, William Strunk Jr. and E. B White recommend writing in a natural tone, using figures of speech sparingly and omitting needless words
 .

(A)and omitting needless words

(B)and they should omit needless words

(C)and you should omit needless words

(D)and needlessly omitting words

(E)and needless words should be omitted


【分析】


全句应该是两个现在分词并列，对句子的谓语动词进行进一步的解释。只有A选项符合要求。在做有关平行的试题时，对平行的第一部分进行研究非常必要。在本题中，未被划线的using显然是平行的第一部分，所以在and后必然也是个V-ing的结构。

D选项虽然也使用了V-ing结构，但是改变了句意。原句的意思是“省略一些不必要的词”，可D的意思是“不必要省略一些词”，和原句的意思相反，所以错误。

正确答案：A





11．The influence of Roman architecture is perhaps even more evident in the United States than for either Europe or Asia
 .

(A)for either Europe or Asia

(B)by either Europe or Asia

(C)with either Europe or Asia

(D)in either Europe or Asia

(E)in either Europe or in Asia


【分析】


题目意思：也许罗马建筑的影响在美国要比在欧洲或亚洲更明显。

本句的结构可以简化为：The inflence is more evident in the USA than in Europe or Asia.

首先排除A、B和C，因为在United States前是介词in，所以在Europe or Asian前也必须是个介词in，以构成平行。

D和E是either A or B的结构，那么A和B也是要平行的。在E中，either后面是名词，但or后面是介词词组，所以E也错误。

正确答案：D





12．That singer's vocal power could be improved by increased lung capacity, greater range, and working on better breath control
 for demanding pieces.

(A)and working on better breath control

(B)and the development of better breath control

(C)in addition the development of better breath control

(D)and if he develops better breath control

(E)and if he had better breath control


【分析】


句子核心部分是三个名词的平行，并且每一个核心名词都被形容词比较级修饰，在最后一个平行部分前要用and。首先排除C，因为C用了in addition而不是and。

D和E都是完整的条件从句，不能和前面的两个名词结构（increased lung capacity, greater range）构成平行。同时，and后的两个if从句没有主句与其搭配，所以D和E排除。

在A和B中，A在and后是个V-ing结构，不能和and前面的名词构成平行，排除。

正确答案：B





13．The creation of low acid orange juice made it possible for people to enjoy juice that is healthy as well as digests easily
 .

(A)as well as digests easily

(B)and being digested as well

(C)and also easily digests

(D)and digests easily as well

(E)as well as easily digestible


【分析】


本题是由as well as构成的并列结构，其前面是形容词healthy，因此，其后也应该是一个形容词。答案中只有E选项是形容词（digestible）。as well as的功能和and一样，是and的强调形式，侧重于强调其后的成分。但要注意，对于both A and B结构，只能用and，如果改成both A as well as B就是错误的。可以说She is pretty as well as intelligent，但不能说She is both pretty as well as intelligent。

正确答案：E





14．Observers of democratic elections have said that their role is at once thrilling because of its importance but its limitations are still an aggravation
 .

(A)but its limitations are still an aggravation

(B)although it is aggravatingly limited

(C)and it is aggravating in its limitations

(D)while being so limited as to aggravate them

(E)and aggravating because of its limitations


【分析】


先介绍个结构：at once A and B = both A and B

如：Mary is at once pretty and smart. （Mary既漂亮又聪明）

在这里，at once没有任何immediately的意思，它要和and一起构成个平行结构。

针对本题，at once后面是个形容词，所以划线部分必须是“and＋形容词”的结构，只有E符合。

选择E后，全句的结构非常完美，可以简化为... at once thrilling because of A and aggravating because of B。不仅形容词平行，同时两个“because of＋名词”的结构也做到了完美平行。

顺便提一下，在英文中，有些动词的ing形式已经相当于一个形容词了。虽然它们是从动词派生过来的，但文法上也倾向于把它们看作是形容词。比如interesting和exciting，已经没有人会想到它们是从动词派生的了。本题中的thrilling和aggravating就是这种情况。

正确答案：E





15．Some parents believe not only that excessive television viewing wastes
 their children's time, but also that it lowers their attention spans.

(A)believe not only that excessive television viewing wastes

(D)have believed that excessive television viewing wastes not only

(E)believe that excessive television viewing not only by itself can waste


【分析】


从没有划线的部分可以看出，but also后面接的是一个that引导的宾语从句，所以前面必须是not only接that从句，才能构成完美的平行结构。顺着这个线索去找答案会发现，只有A是符合要求的。

B中，虽然也有个that从句，但从句前没有not only。

C、D和E中，not only的位置都是有问题的，C的not only并列的是动词wastes而不是从句；D的not only并列的是没划线的名词their children's time；E的not only并列的是表手段或方式的by itself。因此，都不能和but also＋that从句构成平行。

另外，C中的believe用了进行时态，这不符合believe的时态用法。在英文中，有些动词是不能用进行时态的。这类动词可以称之为无进行时态动词，比较常见的有know, want, love等。比如，I want to drink.虽然这个want表示的动作是“现在正在想”，但也不能说成I am wanting to drink.

正确答案：A





16．The integrity of journalism rests on honest reporting, respect for news sources, and it requires balanced stories

【分析】


从句意上看是rests on后的三个名词平行，所以最后一个平行部分应该是“and＋名词”的形式。

只有B和E符合要求。但在E中，首先是主谓不一致，主语是integrity；其次动词应该是rests on而不是rest on。（C也犯了同样的错误；同时，the requirements纯属多余。）

C中即使把rest on改为rests on也不如B完美。在SAT文法考试中，请大家谨记，语言的简洁性问题需要引起我们足够的重视。往往根据基本文法规则排除一些明显错误的选项后，剩下的两个选项在文法上没有太多区别，这时就要看哪个选项的表达更简洁了。C中，虽然三个名词分别用定语从句修饰，从形式上看做到了平行，但表达啰唆。请大家看下面的例句：

Mary is a pretty girl.

这个句子就很好，而Mary is a girl who is pretty就属于表达不简洁。虽然在普通文法里，这样的写法被认为是一种修辞手段，起强调作用，但SAT绝对不接受这个原则。所以，凡是看到类似于a pretty girl和a girl who is pretty，应毫不犹豫地选择简洁的那个。

正确答案：B




第二章　代词指代






第一节　代词指代语法知识



同平行结构一样，代词指代也是SAT历届真题的一个必考内容。不仅在改进句子（Improving Sentence）题型中，在改错（Identifying Sentence Error）和改进文章（Improving Paragraph）题型中，都频繁出现。

SAT在代词使用方面有一些自己的规则，这些规则和普通文法存在一些比较明显的差别。总的来说，SAT对代词指代问题要求非常严谨，要求代词能清楚地指代对象。

在英语中，为使表达简洁，常用代词指代句中出现过的名词。这个代词要和指代对象在人称和数方面保持一致。如出现Mary，则代词只能是she（主格）或her（宾格）。如指代对象是students，则代词只能是they（主格）或them（宾格）。当然，这只是代词指代的基本常识。


例：
 Mary told her mom that she
 was pregnant.

我们一般认为，该句中的she应该是指Mary，但SAT不这样认为，它认为这里she也可以指mom。

也就是说，凡是一个句子中有两个女性人物，那么she或her的指代就有问题；凡是一个句子中有两个男性人物，那么he、him或his的指代也有问题了。同样，在一个句子中出现两个或以上的复数名词，那么they或their的指代也是不能接受的，即使在我们看来，那个they指代的对象非常清楚。


例：
 After years of research on the dogs and wolves, scientists are confident that their
 resemblance is very obvious.

此句中their显然是指dogs and wolves，但SAT并不这样认为，它认为也有可能是指scientists和dogs，也可能指scientists和wolves。

和普通文法一样，SAT绝对不能接受在同一个句子中，同样的代词指代不同的对象。另外，SAT也不能接受代词的“暗示指代”，即在一个句子中，代词所指代的对象并没有出现，但该代词的含义是非常明确的。


例：
 They
 say Mary is a nice girl.

这里的they显然是指一般的人，即汉语中的“大家”，在普通文法里这样说是一点问题都没有的。但SAT不能接受，必须把they改成people。SAT认为，代词所指代的对象必须是在句子中出现过的名词，不能让读者去猜想这个代词应该指代谁，哪怕这种猜想非常简单。

在SAT中，要特别注意which和it的指代问题。

在普通文法里，which可以指代之前的整个句子（此时，which前必须要加逗号），但SAT不接受。


例：
 Mary came home late last night, which upset us a lot.

显然，这里which是指逗号前的整个句子，意为“Mary came home late last night”这样一个事情让大家都很着急。普通文法里，这种用法很常见，但SAT不接受。

至于it，it可指代句中一个单数名词，也可以做形式主语，SAT接受这个原则。


例：
 It seemed unlikely that Mary could finish the work within such a short period of time.




第二节　代词指代试题分析



1．The more you run at high altitudes
 , the more our bodies and lungs will acclimate to changing elevations.

(A)The more you run at high altitudes

【分析】


这是一道典型的考查代词冲突的试题。在做SAT improving sentence试题时，看到代词要特别小心，这类试题的一个基本出题思路是，在没有划线的部分，会有一个名词或代词（当然是正确的），然后在划线部分有一个代词，从语义上看该代词和未划线部分的名词或代词指代同一个人或物，因此在数和形式上要保持一致。

针对本题，一个核心提示是our bodies and lungs里的our，那么在划线部分里的代词应该和our保持一致，但在五个选项里有很多代词都不是和our相匹配的（如A里的you和E的people），所以应该先排除A和E。

D选项不符合the more... the more结构，应该立即排除，同时句意混乱。

B选项，不仅符合the more... the more结构，同时主语we和未划线部分的our相匹配。

正确答案：B





2．Although Mike is very much interested in music, he does not play an instrument and has never attended a musical
 .

【分析】


首先看A，没有什么问题。

B出现了being。注意，在Improving Sentence题型中，出现being的选项基本上都是错误的。另外，B表达的意思很不清楚。主要动词play及attend的主语不清楚。

C的问题是it只能指代instrument，但这样就和原句即A句的意思不相符了。原句的意思是从没看过歌剧，而C的意思是从没看见过乐器。在SAT的选项中，凡是改变原句即A句的意思的选项一定是错误的。

D的问题同C。

E的问题同B，而且it指代不清楚。当然，D和E都改变了原句的意思。

正确答案：A

注意，即使这道题有个he uses的选项，也不能选。因为someone可能是男也可能是女，所以要用he or she。

正确答案：D





4．Jean Valentine's daughter said that she had decided to write another book
 , although no publication date was given.

【分析】


如前文所述，只要句中出现两个女性人物，那么she或her的指代就可能有问题，即使这个she的指代对象在我们看来是很明确的。所以A、B、D、E都存在代词模糊指代的问题。

只有C选项把这个模糊指代的问题更正过来了，同时时态也一致，所以是正确答案。

B选项还存在一个问题：把句子主要动词decide变成了名词形式。在此，我们解释下SAT的一个原则：能用动词，不用名词；能用名词，不用动名词。也就是说，一定要优先使用动词。

比如，优先使用examine a case而不是the examination of a case，优先使用investigate something，而不是conduct an investigation of something，等等。

D选项里的will和句中的过去时态冲突，应改为would。

E选项也违背了我们以后要讲到的一个SAT重要原则，即：能用主动语态，不要用被动语态，就是说，主动语态优先原则。

正确答案：C

同样道理，排除C和E。

B中用it来指代a renegade nation，似乎没有问题，但在it前有两个核心的单数名词，分别是the government和a renegade nation，这就出现it的模糊指代问题了。当然，B选项还存在一个问题：过去进行时态的使用不当。不能说“正在违反一个协定之后”，应该改为一般过去时（violated）或过去完成时（had violated）。

D把所有的问题都改正了。

正确答案：D

中文意思：在连环画因其艺术性的绘画和精彩的故事被广泛收藏之前，全美国的小男孩都可以很便宜地买到它们。

这里，显然是comic books被收藏，那只能用they或their来指代了。据此，先排除A、B、C，因为这三个选项中的it或its在句中找不到指代对象。

E中，have been collected是现在完成时，和句子背景冲突，句子的主要时态是过去时态。

D中的they和their有没有指代little boys或drawings或stories的可能？这么多复数名词在句子里，难道用they不存在问题吗？其实，代词指代对象的问题确实是SAT的一个灰色区域，不能据此作为选择正确答案的唯一依据。另外，D中的they指代boys明显错误，不可能是“人”被collected的。同样，指代drawing或stories也是有问题的，不可能是A is collected for A这样的结构。

一般来讲，在选项中，如果把划线部分一个代词换成了名词，则该选项成为正确答案的可能性非常大。

正确答案：D

B项简化后就是Internet was methods，这显然是不对的。即使意思对，Internet和methods的数也不一致。

C的问题在于它是不完整的句子，主语Internet service没有谓语与其匹配。同时，C的表达不简洁，出现了methods that were often unorthodox这样的结构。

D选项把原句的因果关系删除了。While只能表时间或让步（=although），无论表示什么在这里都是没有逻辑的。原句的意思是因为使用unorthodox methods，所以Internet service开始流行了。D的while不能表达这个因果关系。

E的using在句首表示原因，主语Internet service发出use这一动作。结构清楚，文法正确。

正确答案：E

B使用decision而不是decide违反了动词优先的原则。

D的错误同A，而且will的使用和全句的过去背景冲突，起码要改为would；另外，to be placed在本句中多余。

E的问题是his的指代不知道是指父亲还是儿子，同时E使用了被动语态，违反了主动语态优先的原则。

正确答案：C




第三章　比较






第一节　比较语法知识



英文中的同级比较用as... as（not as/so... as）表达，不同级比较使用more than结构，但SAT中关于比较的试题不限于此，大致可以归为以下几大类。



1．关于补that of和those of的问题



先看下列例句：


The title of this book is
 more interesting than that book
 .

这是一个典型的错句，句中用the title of this book和that book做比较，这显然是不可比的。正确的比较应该是：

The title of this book is more interesting than the title of that book.

这个句子中，把两本书的title进行比较，具有可比性，但为了避免重复，第二个the title要用that代替。这样，句子的正确表达是：

The title of this book is more interesting than that of that book.

当然，如果比较的对象是个复数概念，则第二个比较对象要用those而不是that来指代第一个比较对象。


例：
 The contents of this book are more interesting than those of that book.

在SAT有关比较的试题中，作比较的两部分一定要具有可比性。这是以汉语为母语的学生的一个难点。在表达比较时，汉语经常使用省略形式，但在SAT看来，这种省略就使比较对象之间缺乏可比性。

在比较对象为A of B的结构中，第二个比较对象在SAT中采用省略形式，所以在做题时，要找出具有that of/those of形式的句子部分。



2．关于like/unlike/similar to/compared with/in comparison with的问题



这五个单词或词组若在句子中出现，就要首先考虑可比性的问题。


例：
 Like Mary
 ，Judy's legs
 are also long.

句中划线部分显然是不可比的，应把Mary改为Mary's（legs）。

在SAT的考题中，常常用上述五个词（组）开头，在其后加一个名词，而该名词的性质又和句子的主语不同，以此迷惑考生。


例：
 Compared with Tom
 , the works of Allen
 are more intelligent.

上句中，compared with后面的名词是“Tom”，为“人”，而句子中的主语是“the works of Allen”，为“物”，两者是不能做比较的。故应把Tom改为those of Tom。



3．关于比较结构中补助动词的问题



在比较结构的第二部分中，主语后面常要补一个助动词，以使比较对象更加清楚。试比较以下两个句子的不同之处。

I love Mary more than my parents.

I love Mary more than my parents do.

第一个句子的意思是：“我爱Mary比我爱我父母多一些”，是Mary与my parents之间做比较；而第二个句子的意思是“我要比我父母更爱Mary”，是I与my parents之间做比较。

一般而言，当两个主语部分做比较时，SAT倾向于在第二个主语后加上助动词。例外情况是第一个主语后没有宾语，如：I run more quickly than you.在此句中，只能是I和you作比较，不会产生歧义。试看下列例句中补助动词的用法：

Yesterday I went to the cinema earlier than they did
 .

I do my homework better than Mary does
 .

They work harder than I do
 .

I can write better than they can
 .

She is studying SAT harder than I am
 .

值得注意的是，在SAT这一类考题中，当第二个主语过长时，常常把助动词放在第二个主语前。

The air outside has a higher concentration rate than does
 the air inside the room.

在该句中，由于第二个主语“the air inside the room”过长，故把该主语后的助动词does调到了主语前面。




第二节　比较试题分析

D的第二个比较对象不是名词而是个介词结构，同样不可比。

E把所有问题改正了。其中，助动词did代表saw的意思，同时，补了介词in。一般来讲，凡是不同年代的东西作比较，正确答案里一定会在年代前加上介词。

正确答案：E





2．Unlike many female poets who preceded her, Emily Dickinson
 did not find her inspiration in light verse.

我们说过，凡是看到句子以unlike开头，就要首先考虑unlike后的名词和句子的主语是否可比。

从句意上看应该是两个人之间做比较，在unlike后应该接表示“人”的名词，而主语也必须是人。

B选项是用inspiration和Emily Dickinson作比较，显然是不可比的。

C选项是用Dickinson的poetry和many female poets作比较，也是不可比的。同时，用poetry做主语使句子意思混乱。

D选项的错误同C，即用“人”和“诗歌”作比较，只是换了个表示比较的词即different than。

E选项是用inspiration和female poets作比较，也不可比。

只有A选项是用Dickinson和别的female poets作比较，具有可比性。

正确答案：A





3．In the United States, the movement toward neo-classicism was perhaps even more pronounced in architecture than either music or literature

【分析】


中文意思是：在美国，新古典运动在建筑上的反映要比在音乐或文学上的反映更明显。

本句的核心问题是要在music or literature前补上介词in，即something is more pronounced in A than in B，如果没有这个in，就变成主语movement和music or literature在作比较了。我们说过，为了使比较对象之间具有可比性，SAT倾向于随时重复介词。

本题同时考查平行结构。在either... or的结构中，either和or后面的成分必须一致。

A没有重复介词in，首先排除。

B选项中，either后面是个名词，而or后面是个介词结构，不平行。

C的错误原因同B。

在D和E中，为什么选D不选E呢？这涉及大并列和小并列的问题。从大并列的角度来看，是in architecture和in something在做比较，而something里又包含了一个小并列即music or literature。D把music or literature联合作为一个比较对象和architecture比较，而E等于是把music和literature分开，分别和architecture作比较。显然，D的表达方式符合大并列里包含小并列的规则。

正确答案：D

C的时态不对。这里介绍的是一般情况，不可能用进行时态。

E为不完整句子，主语an extraction没有谓语动词。注意，V-ing不能单独作谓语，前面必须要有助动词be或have been等。

正确答案：D

B中出现了SAT的大忌being。

D的表达很啰唆，出现了those who are boys这样的结构。

E的those指代对象不明确，同时from在此处也很奇怪。

正确答案：C

E的错误原因同A。

D中的that指代speeds，那么按D的解释就是speeds can exceed two hundred miles per hour，从中文角度讲没有问题，但在英文中，这样的表达很不地道，只能说a car can exceed two hundred miles per hour。另外，D的表达也很啰唆。

正确答案：B

正确答案：B

在本题的A选项里，the bite pressure of wolves，核心名词是bite pressure。用bite pressure和German Shepherds进行比较，显然是不可比的，应该在German Shepherds前加上that of。

B选项和A选项的错误一样，同时，还增加了which is这个多余的成分（不算错，但不简洁，还不如A选项）。

E选项还是不可比。同A、B。

C选项，似乎具有可比性了，但仔细分析有两个问题。一是German Shepherds前的those代表什么呢？从句意上看应该是代表bite pressure，但从指代对象上讲，those只能指代一个复数名词，所以这个those的使用是存在问题的，应该改为that；另一个问题是，对于一个“名词's＋名词”的结构，其比较对象最好也是“名词's＋名词”的形式（或采用名词's的省略形式），而不应该采用A of B的结构。所以C选项的harder than those of German Shepherds应该改为German Shepherds'。

D选项把所有的问题都改过来了。

正确答案：D

D也是不可比。同时they的指代有问题，因为在句中没有一个复数名词可以作为they的指代对象。

E将China和America并列，共用一个名词population，这样就具有可比性了。

正确答案：E

根据上面的分析，只有C选项可选。

A的主语是local customs，不符合。

B选项是A of B结构，主语也是local customs，和foreigners不可比。另外，B不是个完整的句子，缺少完整的谓语成分。

D的最大问题是Greg没有谓语，who引导的是一个定语从句，这样一来，整个大句子没有主句。如果把who以及前面的逗号去掉，则D为最佳选项。

E选项的主语是there，和foreigners还是不可比，同时表达也很啰唆。

C选项用主语Greg和foreigners比较，二者具有可比性。虽然C使用了被动语态，但也只能选C。一个正确选项首先必须文法上没有毛病，其次才能考虑优先使用的问题。对于主动语态和被动语态，优先使用主动语态，但前提是主动语态的句子不能有文法问题。

正确答案：C




第四章　主谓一致






第一节　主谓一致语法知识



所谓主谓一致，是指句子的主语和谓语动词在数的方面保持一致。比如主语是student，谓语应该是is，如果主语是students，谓语应该是are。


例：
 Mary are from China.

一看便知此处的are要改为is。但SAT绝对不可能出这样的弱智题，它通常的做法是把句子的主语和谓语动词之间用很长的干扰信息分隔开。这就要求考生必须能越过这些干扰，迅速找到句子的主语和谓语部分，看看它们是否在数的方面相吻合。

上例若出现在SAT题中，可能是下面的形式：

Mary, who is a pretty girl now studying with her many classmates, are from China.

SAT真题特别喜欢在复数谓语动词前弄个复数名词来迷惑考生，其实虽然这个复数名词和句子的谓语动词虽然放在一起，但二者间无任何实质联系。我们要牢牢记住，句子的主语后一旦有逗号，则谓语部分只能在第二个或第三个逗号后。所以，碰到这类试题时，不管干扰信息多长，我们要紧紧抓住的是在第二个或第三个甚至是第四个逗号后找出的谓语，看其是否与主语的数相吻合。

主谓一致的一个难点在于，虽然英文中有些名词看上去是复数，但谓语动词要采用单数；而有些名词看上去是单数，谓语动词却要采用复数形式。有些名词在表达不同意思时，谓语动词要根据其意思采用单数或复数形式。这个问题，在英语语法中的相关规则很多，此处只列举SAT可能会考到的知识点：

上述结构中，谓语单复数形式取决于A。

a number of/an average of/a total of后面加复数名词，谓语动词用复数形式；但the number of/the average of/the total of后面要接复数名词，谓语动词用单数形式。

SAT经常出的一个考题是：

E的问题是so前面不应该有分号。同时，第一个so的后面没有that，破坏了“so... that”的结构。另外，it没有指代对象。

正确答案：D

本题的正确答案C采用的是被动语态，是SAT不喜欢的东西。我们在本书的动词语态一章会专门讲到这个问题，即当句子的动作没有发出者时，使用被动语态是可以接受的。在本句中，discuss的动作发出者在句子中没有找到，所以使用被动语态。

正确答案：C

【分析】


首先排除A，因为主语是one，动词要采用单数形式was。

B的主要问题是something were，应该是something was。请注意：不定代词something, anything, nothing, somebody, anybody和nobody一律视作单数。

C的主要问题是时态。不能在一个大的背景是“过去”的句子里出现现在时态，不论是现在完成时、现在进行时或是一般现在时。本句应该把something has gone改为something had gone或something went。

E的问题在于破坏了so... that结构，同时在thought of it as something后面只能加个形容词对something进行修饰，不能接完整句子。

正确答案：D




第五章　动词时态






第一节　动词时态语法知识



英文中，动词根据动作发生的时间和状态不同，可分为十几种不同形式，每一种时态的用法非常复杂，但SAT所考查的时态内容基本可分为以下几个方面：

在Improving Sentences题型中，考生首先要研究未划线部分的动词时态。一般来讲，划线部分的时态要与未划线部分的时态相吻合。虽然这种吻合不代表二者一定要使用完全一样的时态，但最少不能存在时间上的冲突，即过去和现在的冲突。


例：
 Mary told us that she goes to the gym
 every week.

该句中，动词told暗示此句的大背景是“过去”，所以划线部分的谓语goes要改成went才能与told吻合。

但是，当划线部分是客观事实（The earth is 38,000 km from the moon）或真理性的陈述（Water consists of hydrogen and oxygen）时，即使题干的大背景是“过去”，划线部分仍需用一般现在时。


例：
 Our Physics teacher told in class yesterday that the Earth moves around the Sun.

在SAT中，涉及理论结果或一个统计学科所表明的东西时，一律使用一般现在时。

在表达时间和由if, unless等引导的状语从句中，从句的动作即使是在未来发生，也必须使用一般现在时。


例：
 I will go with you if I have time tomorrow.（不能说I will have）

从句由since（表时间）引导，主句必须用现在完成时（have done），而since从句往往使用一般过去时。


例：
 I have memorized 10,000 words since I began to learn English.

当以下列时间短语作状语时，主句的谓语动词要用现在完成时，这是SAT考查时态的一个重点。

in the past 10 weeks（years, centuries等）

in the last 10 weeks（years, centuries等）

throughout the centuries（decades等）

for several years


例：
 In the past century，China has scored
 many progresses in economic development.

I have learned
 English for 10 years.

要特别注意的是，by the time或by短语作时间副词的句子中，主句的动词要使用将来完成或过去完成时，这也是SAT经常出现的一个考点。


例：
 By the time the firemen arrived
 , the house had burned down
 .

By the time the firemen arrive
 , the house will have burned down
 .




第二节　动词时态试题分析



1．After reading about a series of local break-ins, the Levy family believed they had purchased a security system that would have prevented any intrusion
 .

【分析】


整个句子的大背景是过去时，所以，D和E因为采用了一般将来时和一般现在时而首先被排除。只有把D的will改为would，把E的prevents改为prevented才有可能正确。

A虽然使用了过去时态，但would have done的结构常常是一种虚拟语气，和从句的had done结构连用，表示对过去已发生的事情的一种感慨。如：

If you had come
 here earlier, we would have finished
 the job by now.

事实上是你并没有早来而我们的工作现在也没有完成。这在虚拟语气一章中我们会详细阐述。

但从句意上看，本题并没有虚拟的意思。所以，A被排除。

比较B和C，时态本身都没有问题。但从句意上看，Levy家相信他们买了一种可以预防任何入室盗窃的安全系统。这里，应该是这个系统“将会”预防，而不是“已经”预防了，所以应该采用将来时，而不是过去完成时。

正确答案：B





2．As I climbed the steps of the Eiffel Tower, an architectural triumph admired all around the world, my friend is turning to me to announce
 that the landmark of Paris, initially considered ugly, was almost destroyed at the end of the World's Fair for which it was built.

(A)is turning to me to announce

(B)turned to me and announced

(C)turns to me and is announcing

(D)turns and also announces to me

(E)would turn and announce to me


【分析】


从句意上看climb和turn的动作同时发生，既然climb采用过去时态climbed，则turn也要采用过去时态。我们一再强调，两个同一时间发生的动作必须要使用相同的时态。

A、C和D都是现在时态，所以首先排除。

D选项采用过去将来时显然不合句意。句子的意思是说在攀登铁塔时，我的朋友转过身对我说了件事情。要是选择E则意思变成了攀登时，我的朋友“将要”转过身对我说什么事情，显然很费解。

注意，E选项的turn和announce是在同一时间发生的，所以也不能采用不同时态。

正确答案：B





3．Ahead of his time, the English painter James Turner had created impressionist landscapes
 long before the works of artists like Claude Monet popularize the movement.

(A)had created impressionist landscapes

(B)had created impressionist landscapes and he painted them

(C)having created impressionist landscapes

(D)has painted impressionist landscapes, he created

【分析】


C项中没有谓语动词，不是完整的句子，首先排除。

D选项采用了现在完成时态，而这个paint的动作显然是过去发生的，所以要把has painted改为had painted。即使这样，D还存在一个致命问题，即两个完整的句子中间没有连词，所以是不间断句子（run-on sentence）。所以，排除D。

E单从文法角度来讲是没有问题的，用分号连接两个完整的句子也很适当。但E的表达很啰唆，这里的creation就是指create landscapes这样的事情，所以有点重复了。同时，creation的使用违反了动词优先的原则。另外，从语言的流畅性来看，起码要在creation前加上个such来保证和前面的意思连接。

B的问题还是在于表达的不简洁，painted them就是指created landscapes，没有必要重复。

A选项简明扼要，句意完整。

正确答案：A





4．At holidays, my uncle was the relative who told me the stories that I had heard every year throughout my childhood and also the years of my adolescence
 .

(A)had heard every year throughout my childhood and also the years of my adolescence

(B)had heard every year throughout my childhood and my adolescence

(C)have heard repeatedly throughout my childhood and my adolescence alike

(D)have, every year, had told to me both in my childhood as well as my adolescence

(E)every year have had told to me throughout my childhood and my adolescent years alike


【分析】


首先排除C、D和E，因为它们都是使用了现在时。在本句中，hear的动作显然在told之前就已经发生了，是属于“过去的过去”时（即过去完成体had done），不可能牵涉到现在的东西。

A中，and also不能连用，就是说一看到一个选项把and和also放在一起，就不用考虑了，一定是错误答案。同时，the years of adolescence句意重复，因为adolescence本身就有时间的概念，没有必要再加上诸如time或years这样表示时间的词。

正确答案：B





5．In the belief that a macrobiotic diet made him healthier, Herbert will spend hours preparing his meals every day
 .

(A)Herbert will spend hours preparing his meals every day

(B)Herbert spent hours preparing his meals every day

(C)hours of everyday are spent on his meals by Herbert

(D)his meals occupied hours of every day for Herbert

(E)every day will find Herbert spending hours on his meals


【分析】


从未划线部分的谓语动词made可以看出，该句应该采用过去时，所以A、C和E首先排除。而且C使用了被动语态，而被动语态又是SAT非常不喜欢的东西。

在B和D中，时态的使用都没有问题，但D不但表达别扭，最主要还犯了我们以后要讲到的一个致命错误：悬垂结构的错误，就是说句子的主语要和句子前面的分词结构或介词结构发生关联，否则就是悬垂结构。在本句中，in the belief是一个介词结构，相当于believing，那么是谁来发出believe的动作呢？必须是句子的主语。如果选D，等于说是meals发出了believe的动作，这显然是没有逻辑的。所以，D错。

请注意一个固定表达：spend time (on/in) doing something

正确答案：B





6．James obtained a French visa two years ago，and he has been living in France ever since
 .

(A)and he has been living in France ever since

(B)since that time he has lived there

(C)where ever since he lives

(D)he has been living in France since then

(E)and since then is living there


【分析】


这是一道SAT典型的时态考题。

首先，句中会有一个表示过去的时态，表示一个动作于过去的特定时刻发生，然后另外一个动作一直持续到现在。那么，另外一个动作就必须使用现在完成时或现在完成进行时。

两年前就obtained a visa，而live的动作自obtained a visa起一直持续到现在，那么live要使用现在完成时（have/has done）或现在完成进行时（have/has been doing）。当然，这个句子有一个核心提示词即since，当since表示时间的时候，主句要采用完成时或完成进行时。

B虽然使用了现在完成时，但是属于run-on sentence。因为这里的since是连接that time和he has lived there这两个成分的，since前面的句子和后面的成分缺少连接词。同时，since that time没有since then（或ever since）简洁。

C时态出现了问题，同时在where前没有可以给where使用的先行词。

D也是run-on sentence。

E误用时态。

在一个完整的句子里，不是说表过去的时态一定不能和现在时态混合使用，关键还是要搞清楚动作发生的时间，根据不同的发生时间和状态使用相应的时态。

正确答案：A




第六章　动词语态






第一节　动词语态语法知识



首先说明，虽然被动语态的使用在英文中非常常见，但SAT非常不喜欢使用被动语态。究其原因，有个说法是SAT命题人认为，鼓励学生使用主动语态可以培养学生积极正面的人生态度，而如果学生经常使用被动语态，容易对困难和挑战产生消极被动的情绪。我们无从考证其真实性，但SAT在Improving Sentence中，正确答案很少使用被动语态，这是个不争的事实。

在普通文法中，在下列情况下使用被动语态：

a．当我们不知道或者没有必要提及动作的实施者时。如：

The president was assasinated
 .

The house was built
 in 1900.

b．当动作的发出者是不定代词they/one或you时。如：

A new policy will be officially implemented (by them).

c．一些结构上的需要。如：

When he
 came into the classroom，he was
 greeted by the teacher.

在SAT的试题中，我们尽量不要选择有被动语态的选项，下列情况除外：

当下列动词的动作发出者是人时：

report, believe, claim, estimate, find, know, assume

如：People widely believe the theory to be misleading.

此句宜改为：The theory is widely believed to be misleading.

这在普通文法中也是如此。这就是为什么我们在阅读中能经常看到以下句子：

It is estimated that 30 students will attend the meeting. （不能说they estimated）

It is reported that five people died in the accident. （不能说they report）

It has been found that watching TV is detrimental to health. （不能说they find）

另外，当未划线部分是被动结构，而划线部分应该与未划线部分构成平行结构，此时划线部分宜使用被动语态。如：

Mary is known as a writer while John is known as a pianist
 .

在此句中，划线部分与while前面的部分构成平行结构，所以不宜改成John is a pianist或People know John as a pianist等等。

当然，如果每个选项都采用了被动结构，则考生就应从别的文法点入手，基本上不应该在被动结构上浪费时间。




第二节　动词语态试题分析



1．The lost car keys having finally been found
 ，the frustrated couple rushed out the door to catch the second half of the play.

【分析】


A是SAT非常讨厌的一种表达方式，就是noun＋having done（having been done）或noun＋doing（being done）结构。这个结构虽然在普通英文里并不少见，但SAT认为这样的表达很啰唆，它倾向使用从句来表达复杂的句意。如：

I love Mary because she is pretty. (good)

I love Mary due to the fact of her being pretty. (bad)

所以，A被排除。

B的选项还不如A，把car keys说成car's keys不符合英文的表达习惯。

C项的错误首先是at应改为after或when。其次，finally的修饰对象在原句中修饰find，在此却修饰rushed out，改变了原句的意思。

D和E的区别就是一个使用主动语态一个使用被动语态。我们知道，当一个动作有明显的动作发出者的时候，一定不要使用被动语态，所以E被排除。

正确答案：D





2．Many Irish citizens were frightened by the 1922 Civil Authorities Act, which gave the government discretionary power to determine about procuring warrants
 before a search or arrest.

【分析】


A选项中，determine about doing的结构错误，应该是determine to do（决心去做某事）。

B和D的主要问题就是he or she没有指代对象。当然，在宾语从句中使用if或whether都可以。

E选项结构凌乱，if they wish的出现很突然。同时，they的指代也有问题，在句中只有一个复数名词即citizens, they要是指代citizens意思也很费解。

C为正确答案。很多同学会问，C不是使用被动语态了吗？在本句中，procure这个动作的具体执行者没有出现，在这种情况下，使用被动语态没有错。

正确答案：C





3．During the festive to mark the centennial of the police station，that was the time that the thieves robbed the bank
 .

(A)that was the time that the thieves robbed the bank

(B)the bank was robbed by thieves

(C)the thieves robbed the bank

(D)the thieves used the time to rob the bank

(E)was the time that the thieves robbing the bank happened


【分析】


A和D的表达不简洁，前面已经说了during the festive，没有必要再加上that was the time或used the time to do something这样累赘的表达了。

E选项一看就知道是凑数选项，不仅表达啰唆，而且问题很多。首先E等于是把during the festive作为句子主语了（谓语是was）。我们知道，介词词组是不能做句子主语的，不能说in 1997 was the time when I was born（必须要删除in，用1997做句子主语没有问题）。另外，E选项出现了SAT不喜欢的名词加doing的结构。并且，定语从句的引导词that要改为when。

在C和B当中，唯一的区别就是C使用主动语态，而B使用被动语态，既然有明显的动作发出者，就应该使用主动语态。

正确答案：C





4．After I graduated from college, many employment applications were filled out by me
 before I finally got a job.

(A)many employment applications were filled out by me

(B)I filled out many employment applications

(C)many employment applications being filled out by me

(D)my having filled out many employment applications

(E)many of the employment applications I filled out


【分析】


C和D选项是碎句（sentence fragment），句子没有谓语动词，所以排除。

E选项看上去是个完整句子，但那个完整句子（I filled out）是作为定语从句修饰employment applications的，所以如果选E则整个大句子没有了主句。

在A和B中，唯一的区别就是主动和被动语态的问题。根据之前的试题分析，应该选择B。

正确答案：B





5．Weight training was begun by the girl to enhance
 her strength and flexibility.

(A)Weight training was begun by the girl to enhance

(B)Weight training was begun by the girl for enhancing

(C)Training with weight by the girl was begun in order to enhance

(D)The girl began weight training to enhance

(E)The girl had begun the exercise of weight training to enhance


【分析】


因为有明显的动作发出者，所以要用主动语态。A、B和C使用了被动语态，首先排除。B还有个问题就是for enhancing，凡是表达“目的”，一律使用to do something的结构，所以应该说to enhance。

E的表达句意重复，因为weight training本身就是个exercise，所以E中的exercise纯属多余。

正确答案：D




第七章　不间断句子






第一节　不间断句子语法知识



不间断句子在英文中称为run-on sentence，是指两个完整的独立句之间，没有任何连接词或冒号、分号来对两个句子进行连接。如：

I love English，Mary loves French.

这个句子包含了两个独立的完整句，但中间没有连接词，也没有冒号或分号，故为不间断句子。正确表达为：

I love English while Mary loves French.

I love English；Mary loves French.（分号的功能相当于一个连词）

上述两个句子分别用while和分号作为连接成分，而且用while或分号也可以表达出两个句子的对比关系。

在SAT的Improving Sentences中，五个选项里往往有多个选项含有不间断句子这样的错误，所以正确认识run-on sentences可以帮助我们迅速排除无关选项，从而更容易找出正确答案。如：

Many players became truculent in the playing field，although
 calm in their daily life, they do the contrary when
 in a match.

这是一个典型的run-on句子。许多考生会问，句子中不是有although和when这样的连词吗？

我们可以把这个句子写得再完整些：

Many players became truculent in the playing field, although（they are）calm in their daily life, they do the contrary when（they are）in a match.

将句子补充完整后，我们不难发现，这个although是连接（they are）calm in their daily life和they do the contrary这两个句子的，而这个when是连接they do the contrary和（they are）in a match这两个句子的。那么，Many players became truculent in the playing field就变成独立的成分，没有连接词和其他句子连接，故本句为run-on句。

顺便说明一下，在状语从句中，当从句的主语和主句的主语一致并且从句的动词为be动词时，从句的主语和be动词均可省略，上述例句即为一例。又如：

Although（he is）old，Tom is energetic.

在Improving Sentence题型中，许多考生的注意力往往集中在划线部分，而忽视了未划线部分与划线部分的有效连接，这也是考生不能正确挑出run-on句子的一个重要原因。考生应通读整个句子（不管是划线还是未划线），了解句子的大概意思，找出句子可分为几个子句，每个子句的主语和谓语部分在哪儿（SAT常把一个子句子的主语和谓语部分分离，使其相隔很远，借以迷惑考生），子句之间的连接词是否存在。按此步骤，即可迅速找出句子是否为run-on形式。

一般来讲，在一个大句子中，你找出两个子句，就必须有一个连词；找出三个子句，就必须有两个连词。凡是连词不够的，该大句子即为run-on。

值得一提的是，在非正式文体中，两个完整句子中间常常是没有连词的，这主要是因为在一些复合句中，习惯用逗号来代替本应存在的连词（主要是and和but）。这种无连词的句子在普通英文中是可以接受的，但对SAT不适用。


例：
 She is pretty, she is smart.

普通文法认为，该句的逗号相当于and的功能，故这个句子没有问题，但这个规则对SAT绝对不适用。

我们要特别注意下面五个词，它们常被错认为是连词，但事实上并不是，也不能作为连词来连接两个完整句子。这五个词是：therefore, consequently, however, nonetheless, nevertheless。

在这五个词前，必须有句号或分号，否则全句为run-on。


例：
 The policy is intended to encourage the employees, however, it has frustrated those employees with initiatives.

在此句中，两个完整的句子之间用however来连接，而however并不是连词，故全句为run-on。正确的做法应该是把however前的逗号改为句号。

The policy is intended to encourage the employees. However, it has frustrated those employees with initiatives.

顺便说一下，此处的however可用nonetheless或nevertheless代替。

特别补充：英文中有几个似乎不是连词的单词却可以作为连词使用。这几个词是：

this moment, immediately, everywhere (anywhere)


例：
 The mom cried the moment she heard the news.(the moment相当于连词as soon as)

We came out immediately the rain had stopped. (immediately相当于连词as soon as或once)

Everywhere she appeared, she was admired. (everywhere相当于连词no matter where)

在SAT的Improving Sentence以及Identifying Sentence Error题型中，看到上述几个单词连接的句子，不能简单地认为是run-on。




第二节　不间断句子试题分析

【分析】


A和C都是run-on sentence，两个句子之间没有连词。A选项的so不是连词，相当于是个名词。

B中的so是连词，是“所以”的意思，虽然不是run-on sentence，但这里的so是连词误用。从连词前后看，两个句子之间存在转折关系，而so只能表达因果关系。

D中的分号相当于连词，但as a result是“因此”的意思，没有正确表达两个句子之间的转折关系。

正确答案：E





2．According to Greek myth, Zeus's inability to control his lust, this made his wife
 , Hara, extremely angry.

(A)Zeus's inability to control his lust, this made his wife

(B)when out of control, his lust made his wife

(C)Zeus's inability at controlling his lust was making his wife

【分析】


A选项属于双主语错误。inability to control his lust应该作为句子主语，但多了个this（作主语），导致inability to control his lust没有谓语动词孤立存在。当然，A里的this也使用不当，在SAT里，this和that后面必须要接名词，不能单独存在。（在比较的句子里that可单独使用指代其前面的一个比较对象。）

C不符合inability的用法。注意：ability to do something = capability of doing something。

E的表达啰唆。

在B和D中，B的文法没有问题，但句意存在问题。B的中文意思是：当他的欲望失去控制时，他妻子会很生气。这显然和原句表达的意思有出入。原句的意思是：他无法控制自己的欲望，这让他妻子很生气。

正确答案：D

【分析】


在SAT中，分号后面必须是一个完整的句子，除非是表达平行的时候，两个以上的平行成分有时候会用分号连接。据此，排除C、D和E。

在A和B中，A为run-on，所以正确答案为B。B用一个非限定性定语从句修饰cowboys。

正确答案：B





4．The others in my horseback riding class are very accomplished; they win
 ribbons in every competition they enter.

(A)accomplished; they win

(B)accomplished; which allows them to win

(C)accomplished, they have been winners

(D)accomplished, and so they would win

(E)accomplished, by winning


【分析】


C为run-on，排除。

B的问题是which本身是个连词，前面不应该加上分号，因为分号的功能相当于连词，所以这里等于是两个连词了。

D的问题是and和so都是连词。另外，would应为will，以和逗号前的are相吻合。

E最少要把by前的逗号去掉，并把are改为become。

A选项的分号等于连词，分号后的句子对分号前的句子进行解释。全句的意思是：班级里别的学生都很厉害，因为每一场比赛他们都赢得勋带。

需要注意的是，SAT非常青睐分号的使用，其在正确答案中出现的频率要高于连词。

正确答案：A

B、C和E都是run-on sentences。注意，therefore和conversely都不是连词。全句包括三个小句，那么应该有两个连词才是正确的，但在B、C、E中，都只有一个连词that。

D选项虽然有个连词where，但显然在本句中使用不当。全句有个让步关系在里面，所以要使用though或although。

正确答案：A





6．The marathon runner's early burst of speed had been exciting to some, she was
 slower after several miles.

(A)had been exciting to some, she was

(B)had been exciting to some; however, she was

(C)had been exciting to some; and she had been

(D)excited some, while she was

(E)excited some, but she is


【分析】


A为run-on。

C在分号后不应该再有连词，同时，and也没有表达整个句子转折的意思。

E的问题是时态，应把is改为was。

D看上去没有问题，文法正确。注意，在SAT中，while经常是although的意思，所以连词while的使用也很正确。但D改变了原句的意思。原句的意思是：选手起跑速度很快让人很振奋，但后来的速度变慢了。这个句子的核心还是后来她速度变慢了，带有消极含义。但D选项的意思是：虽然后来速度慢了，但起跑速度还是让人很振奋的。句子的核心是她的起跑速度让人振奋，带有积极的含义。所以说D其实是以非常隐蔽的方式改变了句意。

正确答案：B

D中连词and的使用不当。同时，they在句中找不到正确的指代对象。

正确答案：E





8．In the sixteenth century a group of Scottish nobles ended their traditional French alliance, they joined forces
 with the King of England in hopes of combining the two kingdoms.

【分析】


A是run-on。

D的问题是and和so不能连在一起使用，同时句中的将来时和句意不符合。

E在分号后没有一个完整的句子。

B和C的文法都没有问题，但C的时态使用有问题。从句意上看，join forces是在end their traditional French alliance之后发生的，不能使用had done（过去的过去），要使用也应该是end使用而不是join。

正确答案：C





9．The quarterback's lack of aim had been exasperating to his team and he was
 more accurate after several games.

E因为使用了while而改变了句意（请参考本节第6题的D选项）。

B和E都属于连词使用不当

C选项的迷惑性最大。看上去and作为连词使用没有问题，但仔细分析，第一个句子其实是个结论，而第二个句子是一个论据，即通过第二个句子的内容推出了第一个句子的结论。显然，这样的情况使用and做连词不合适。

D选项用分号，类似一个连词because（但不如because在表原因时那么强烈），可以理解成是as或since。本题再一次说明SAT对分号的偏爱。

正确答案：D

D的问题是分号后不是句子，应该把explaining改为explains；同时，the reason why才是正确的，the reason for why是错误表达。

E的问题是分号后没有主句，如果把分号改为逗号，E也是正确答案。

正确答案：C




第八章　不完整句子






第一节　不完整句子语法知识



英语中的不完整句子（Fragment Sentence），是指整个句子中，因为缺少某个成分，使得句子文法结构不完整，并且造成理解上的困难。虽然因为修辞的需要，普通英文中的不完整句子并不少见，但SAT绝对不接受不完整句子。在Improving Sentence题型中，不完整句子的选项一定是错误选项。

SAT文法考试中，不完整句子现象大致可分为以下几类：



1．从句单独使用



SAT往往是在一个独立的从句前，有一个文法句意很完整的句子，用来麻痹考生。在该完整句后有一个句号，句号后紧跟一个独立存在的从句。


例：
 He sat there reading newspaper every night. As he had been for the past seven nights.

在上句中，as所引导的时间从句本应和前面的句子构成一个完整的大句子，中间的句号使该句独立存在，形成了英文中的fragment sentence。



2．一个句子中谓语部分不完整或仅有谓语而无主语



英文中的谓语，很多时候由两个甚至两个以上的部分组成。


例：
 Mary is reading a novel.

在上句中，is reading作为句子的谓语表示动作正在进行。但是若把is去掉，则全句为fragment sentence，即Mary reading a novel。

一般考生当然会觉得上述句子有问题，所以SAT绝对不会这样考。它往往会把一个句子主语和谓语分很远，中间插入一些迷惑成分，如上句可以写成：

Mary, who is a pretty girl from China, reading a novel with her friends, who regards reading as a great pleasure.

这个句子依然是fragrant sentence，因为主语Mary在句子中找不到谓语成分与其匹配，应该把reading a novel改为is reading a novel。SAT真题会比这句在句意和用词上更复杂。

还有一种情况就是句子的谓语部分是完整的，但句子缺少一个合适的主语。


例：
 After dinner，Mary left her dirty dishes on the table. And let cat which was hungry eat the leftovers.

上句中，let为完整的谓语，但是没有主语，故应作出以下修改：

After dinner，Mary left her dirty dishes on the table, and let cat which was hungry eat the leftovers.

这样，let和left构成并列谓语，而Mary是共同的主语。



3．现在分词（-ing）或动词不定式（to do）单独成句



现在分词（-ing）和动词不定式（to do）只能放在完整句子中作句子的一个补充成分，不能单独使用来构成一个句子。


例：
 Mary always wears a helmet when riding a bicycle. Worrying that she may be hit on the road by a flying stone.


上例划线部分中虽然有一个从句，但worrying后的从句没有可依附的主句，故全句依然是fragment sentence。

上句应该改成：

Worrying that she may be hit on the road by a flying stone，Mary always wears a helmet when riding a bicycle.

再看一个例子：


例：
 To explain why she has been so late for class.
 Mary fabricated a lot of excuses.

同样道理，划线部分也是动词不定式fragment，应该把class后的句号改为逗号，使动词不定式结构依附于主句存在。



4．双主语Fragment



SAT的习惯做法是先说一个主语，在这个主语后面加入一些修饰成分，然后在修饰成分后再接上一个完整的句子，而该句的主语和修饰成分前的主语指同一人或物。


例：
 Mary, a pretty girl from China, she is now studying in Canada.

上句中，Mary用于句首必为句子主语，故应有相应的谓语成分，但是应接的谓语is studying前本身带有主语she，导致作为句子主语的Mary没有谓语动词。

这种题型是SAT常见的一种fragment形式。



5．其他Fragment形式



a．作为举例的such as单独使用


例：
 Mary has done several things to imitate her parents.Such as coming home late, reading novels in class and never flushing toilet after use
 .

顺便提一下，在SAT中，列举的例子是一句话，要用“For example＋句子”的形式，这不算是fragment。如果列举的例子不是个完整的句子，则一律用such as，而不用like。

b．especially（或including）＋句子或词组单独使用


例：
 I hate to study English at night. Especially when I was sleepy.

The company manufactures a wide range of products. Including TV set, computers and iPod.

c．因介词问题造成的fragment

这是SAT文法考试中非常不易发现的一种fragment，在Identifying Sentence Error中很常见。


例：
 We appreciate you for your interest and support for our products.

此句中，support for和products连接没有问题，但interest和our product就不能有效连接了，故应该在interest后加上介词in。


例：
 The fire caused damage and destroyed the forest.

上句中应该在damage后加上to以和the forest连接。


例：
 She is good and successful in Math.

上句中应该在good后加上at以和Math连接。


例：
 The policy was reasoned and adopted by the government.

应在adopted前加上was，被动语态前的助动词was不可省。


例：
 He has accumulated many books, old and new ones.

应在old and new ones前加上including。

在表示时间、条件（if）或让步（although）的状语从句中，当从句的主语和主句的主语一致，并且从句的谓语里有be动词的时候，可以把从句的主语和be动词一并省略，这种情况不算是fragment；当从句主语和主句主语一致，而从句的谓语没有be动词的时候，可以把从句主语省略，而谓语采用doing的形式。


例：
 When (I was) in Thailand，I was impressed by its exotic culture.

While (she was)small，Mary began to learn English.

Although (she is)old, she is energetic.

上述句中的括号部分均可省略。


例：
 When I traveled
 (=traveling)in Beijing，I met a lot of friends.

根据上述规则，I traveled可以改成traveling，而本句也不是个fragment。

C出现了双主语现象，从句意上看the employers接在that后，应该是that从句的主语，可是在逗号后出现了they，这样导致the employers没有了谓语动词与之连接。

E的问题是，当现在分词在逗号后面表示结果时，在分词前面只能加thus或thereby，而不能加so。如：Mary hates to do homework, thus making her mom angry.

D采用了use A to do B的结构，用to do表目的，that后的从句结构清楚。同时，在逗号后用thus streamlining表示逗号前的动作产生的结果。

正确答案：D

在E中，so表示“所以”，颠倒了因果关系。即使没有颠倒因果关系，这个so前面一般要加上逗号。

综合分析，D主从句结构完整，由where引导的定语从句对countries进行修饰。

A和C为不完整句子，因为没有谓语动词。C采用了倒装结构，真正的主语在谓语动词后面。在C里，只能是being做谓语动词，而being是个分词，不是谓语动词。

E是个结构正确的倒装句，但主谓不一致。真正的主语是both Cinderella and Snow White，是复数概念，所以was要改为were才正确。

D从结构和句意上看都是没有问题的，就是表达复杂了点，而且是对unfortunate circumstances进行强调，当然，这本身没有什么大的问题，但SAT不喜欢句子以介词结尾。所以，D犯了这个大忌。当然我们把B和D进行比较后就会发现，B的表达更简洁、更直接。

正确答案：B

由于writing不能单独做谓语，所以A和B都是不完整句子。在B中，which引导的是个定语从句，全句还是没有主句。同时B把40 volumes和fiction, poetry and drama分割开，显得很啰唆，是个典型的凑数选项。

C的问题是在and前应该有个完整的句子，和and后面的完整句子相连接，但and前面只有个名词结构，缺少谓语，属于不完整句子。C也可以理解成是双主语的问题。

E的问题是整个大句子没有谓语动词。同学们一定要切记，v-ing永远不能做句子谓语，v-ed结构要分清是过去式还是过去分词，如果是过去式则可以单独做谓语，但如果是过去分词就不能单独做谓语。

正确答案：D

E违法了动词优选的原则，即对一个核心词能用动词形式则不要用名词形式。

D最简洁。

正确答案：D

C的问题是，如果把“it was much closer...”作为主句和although从句连接，句意上很费解。同时，“the Chinese developing...”应该作为一个结构来看待，而“名词＋doing”的结构又是SAT非常不喜欢的。

D的问题是run-on，整个句子里有三个完整的小句子，却只有although一个连词。

正确答案：E

C的问题是，and后的working overtime在and前找不到一个v-ing的结构和它平行。我们说过，一旦看到and doing something，其前面必然有另一个doing something的结构。所以，C排除。

E的问题是that后没有一个完整的从句，即that后是个不完整句子，所以也排除。

在B选项中once是个连词，它后面的句子应该是从句，同时，when也引导了一个从句。这样，整个大句子就变成了三个从句而没有主句。我们知道，区分主句和从句的唯一标准就是：紧跟在连词后面的句子为从句。在上述三个句子中，有三个连词，所以后面都是从句。当然，从另外一个角度看，B也是不可选的。一般来说，含有三个小句子的大句子，应该有两个连词，但B有三个连词，所以，其中一个连词必然是多余的。

C的问题很多。首先C没有主句。其次，用了although就不能用but了（可以用yet）。同时，progress不能使用被动语态。

E的问题是although和but同时使用，属于连词多用。同时，E也没有主句。

E也是双主语的问题，而且however的使用也有问题。一般来讲，however前面应该是个完整的句子，however后的句子和它是转折关系。此时，在however前往往是分号或句号，而不是逗号。E中however的使用不符合上述原则，故排除。

C选项中的时态错误，tried to（过去时态）和未划线部分的gets（现在时态）不一致。

第九章　悬垂结构






第一节　悬垂结构语法知识



所谓悬垂结构，是指现在分词（V-ing）或过去分词（V-ed）在句子中作状语时，其逻辑主语（即该动作的发出者）从文法的要求来看，必须是句子的主语，但如果该主语和现在分词或过去分词在逻辑上又没有联系，那么现在分词或过去分词就变成了一个没有依附的分词，文法上称这样的错误情况叫悬垂结构。

悬垂结构是SAT重点考查的内容。通过认识悬垂结构，可以帮助我们迅速排除一些错误选项。


例：
 After reading the book，　　　　
 .

(A)I fed the dog

(B)the dog was fed by me

(C)feeding the dog was his task

(D)the dog was hungry

如果reading the book作状语，作主语的成分就必须是reading the book的动作发出者。在各选项中，只有A符合条件，而其他选项的主语均不能作为reading the book的动作发出者，故正确选项为A。

当句子以V-ing开头，则句子的主语必须是该动作的发出者；当句子以V-ed开头，则主句必须和该V-ed构成被动关系。当我们看到一个句子以V-ing或V-ed开头时（有时前面有after、before、while或when之类的连词），首先要考虑句子主语必须和V-ing或V-ed在逻辑上有关系，凡是没有关系的必定是错误选项。


例：
 (A)Writing in a free style, the novelist is popular among the children.

(B)Written in a free style, the novel is popular among the children.

在A句中，write的动作是由主语the novelist发出的，故采用V-ing形式；

在B句中，the novel是被写的，故采用V-ed形式。

为进一步了解悬垂结构，我们来分析下列例句的正误：

(A)Waiting
 for a bus, a brick
 fell on my head.

(B)Driving
 on the road that night, a squirrel
 suddenly leapt out of the jungle.

值得注意的是，英文中有些固定的表达方式，特别是在一些表示说话人态度的结构中，句子的主语和句首的V-ing或V-ed没有任何关系，但句子依然正确。常见的有：

a．副词＋speaking

如：strictly speaking, frankly speaking, generally speaking, seriously speaking等等。


例：
 Generally speaking, women live longer than men.

此句中，虽然women不是speaking的动作发出者，但由于generally speaking为习惯表达，全句依然正确。

b．V-ing＋介词

如：juding from（从……上看）, talking of（谈到……）, assuming（=if）, allowing for（=considering，考虑到）


例：
 Allowing for his age, he has done a good job.

Speaking of English writing, I have an excellent tutor.

Juding from his accent, he must be from Northern China.

c．V-ing＋从句

supposing/supposed that从句＝if从句

providing/provided that从句＝if从句

granting/granted that从句＝although从句

allowing/considering/given that从句


例：
 Supposing that I would die tomorrow, what should I do today?

Assuming (if)the proposal is accepted, where can we get enough money?

Given (Considering) that there was little time left, I think we should accelerate our progress.




第二节　悬垂结构试题分析

划线部分均为主语从句，即整个句子做另外一个句子的主语。主语从句前的that不可省略。

B同时采用了名词和doing结构。

D为不完整句。

正确答案：C

在D和E中，文法都正确，但E采用过去完成时，不符合过去完成时的用法。在本句中，exceed的动作在throw a party这一动作之前发生，因此，即使要用过去完成时也只有exceed才能用。

正确答案：D

例：
 I have my room cleaned.我请人清理房间。

I have cleaned my room.我（自己）把房间清理了。

正确答案：B

第十章　同位结构和独立形容词结构






第一节　同位结构和独立形容词结构语法知识



同位结构是句子中指代同一事物的两个名词或词组构成同位关系，简单地说，就是一个较长的名词或是词组对一个相邻的名词进行进一步解释说明。同位结构一般要求一先一后，位置相邻。


例：
 Mary, a pretty girl, is popular among the boys.

在上句中，a pretty girl为名词性结构，对名词Mary进行补充说明。这样，Mary和a pretty girl就构成一组同位结构。

使用同位结构，可以大大简化句子，使句子更加清晰。在上述句子中，如果不使用同位结构，则该句必须写成：

Mary is a pretty girl and she is popular among the boys.

这样，原句本来是一个简单句，由于没有使用同位结构，就变成了复合句。

再看一个例子。


例：
 His only interest in life is reading novels and it has brought him much enjoyment.

如使用同位结构，该句可简化成：

His only interest in life, reading novels, has brought him much enjoyment.

这样，interest in life和reading novels构成了一组同位结构，把原句由复合句简化为简单句。

再看以下几个同位结构的实例：

Have you ever read the life of George Washington
 , the first President of the USA
 ?


The Yangtze River
 , the longest river in China
 , runs through 17 provinces.


Thomas
 , my best friend in Vancouver
 , paid a visit to me yesterday.


Acoustics
 , the science of sound
 , is an abstract subject.

SAT对同位结构有种特别的青睐，这符合SAT要求表达简洁的原则。可以这么认为，在SAT Improving Sentence题目中，凡是看到有同位结构的选项可以基本上认定是正确选项，特别是当别的选项使用and连接句子的时候，同位结构的优势就非常明显了。

上述的同位结构是非常简单的。在SAT考试中，涉及的同位结构一般比较复杂。


例：
 Ancient Chinese people believed that rice has therapeutic function, a belief that has been dominant in Chinese culture.

这个例子可看作是一种特殊同位结构的运用。在一个完整的句子后面，往往用一个抽象名词来概括逗号前面句子的内容，然后再用一个分句或结构对该抽象名词进行进一步修饰或说明。这样，这个抽象名词和其前面的整个句子（有时是句子的某一重要组成部分）构成了一种同位关系。

在SAT考试中，看到这一类同位结构的选项，一般可以认定是正确选项。


例：
 I failed my exam and lost my girlfriend, a situation that I had never encountered in before.

在上句中，用a situation对I failed my exam and lost my girlfriend进行概述，在situation后用一个从句对它进行进一步修饰，从而使situation和前面的完整句子构成一种特殊的同位结构。

在特殊的同位结构中，有时不是选择一个抽象名词（如上述句子中的a belief, a situation）对前面的内容进行总结，而是对前面句子中的某一名词进行简单重复。遇到这种情况，考生往往不敢选择，觉得这不符合SAT“用词不重复”的原则。在此特别提醒，凡是看到上述特殊同位结构，不能简单认定是一种单词重复。这种重复，可以看作是一种修辞手段，有强调的效果，在普通文法和SAT文法中都是能接受的。


例：
 We are living in a most dangerous age
 ，an age
 marked by biological warfare and atomic bombs.

上句中，对age进行重复是一种修辞手段，是用an age后的分词结构来对a dangerous age进行进一步修饰，以达到生动的效果。


例：
 George Washington was a legend in his time
 , a time
 which is awakened by domestic strives, escalating warfare and a profusion of warring factions.

同位结构可以进一步简化成一种被称为“独立形容词”的结构，即用一个或数个形容词对某一邻近的名词进行进一步修饰。

Mary, a pretty girl, is popular with the boys.（同位结构）

Pretty，Mary is popular with the boys.（独立形容词结构）

独立形容词结构在SAT考试中偶尔会见到。在此提醒考生，看到此类结构，只要该词修饰对象明确，逻辑通顺，即可作为重点考虑对象。

其实使用独立形容词结构要比使用同位结构更能简化句子。


例：
 The trees are strong and tall and they have survived another severe winter.

若使用独立形容词结构，可写为：

Strong and tall, the trees have survived another severe winter.


例：
 Mary was angry, and she threw away the flowers.

若使用独立形容词结构，可写为：

Angry，Mary threw away the flowers.

这个句子中，把angry这个表达核心意义的词单独拿出来，既简洁，又使与angry有密切关系的Mary连接紧密，从而使句意表达更加有效。

值得一提的是，　不仅在SAT考试中，在整个现代英文中，由于同位结构和独立形容词结构的完美功能，被大量使用在各类文章中，尤其是科技类文章，由于要对一些新名词进行进一步解释，同位结构的使用非常频繁。




第二节　同位结构和独立形容词结构试题分析



1．Being as he is a talented geographer
 ，Andreas is an expert at locating cities and countries on maps.

(A)Being as he is a talented geographer

(B)In being a talented geographer

(C)A talented geographer

(D)Although he is a talented geographer

(E)Being a geographer with talent


【分析】


A选项出现了being而且这样不是因为时态的需要，所以排除。其实，A选项如果把being删除，从文法的角度来看就没有问题了。这里的as表原因，相当于since或because。

B也出现了being，排除。同时，“in being＋名词”的结构莫名其妙。

E不仅是being的问题，a geographer with talent远不如a talented geographer简洁。

D从文法角度看没有任何问题，但although的让步关系让句意模糊。原句是个因果关系的句子，即因为他是个地理学家，所以能在地图上很轻松地找出某个城市或国家。

C选项，a talented geographer是对Andreas进行进一步说明，和Andreas构成了同位结构。

正确答案：C





2．The current global competition in education has required students to have longer days to learn as much as possible, this situation causing parents to miss
 their own carefree school days.

(A)this situation causing parents to miss

(B)which is the cause of parents missing

(C)this causing parents' missing of

(D)a situation causing parents to miss

(E)and with it parents' miss from

A和B都使用了名词＋doing的结构，我们说过，SAT不喜欢这样的结构，所以排除。同时，从句意上看，B的which应该是指代逗号前的整句话，这也是SAT不能接受的。在SAT看来，which只能指代其前面的某个特定名词。

C的问题不仅是使用了A和B里的“名词（在本句中是代词）＋doing”的结构，同时，单独使用this也不符合SAT的原则。另外，把miss用做了动名词missing的形式也违背了SAT优先使用动词的原则。

E的问题是，and后的介词结构在and前找不到能与之平行的介词结构。同时，parents'是所有格形式，后面应该接个名词，但miss又不能做名词。

D用a situation先对前面的整句话作概述，然后用现在分词结构对situation进行进一步解释，是一种特殊同位结构的使用。我们说过，一看到这样的特殊同位结构就可以认为是正确答案。

正确答案：D





3．One of the most famous admirers of Pete Townsend, Eddie Vedder, is the singer for Pearl Jam, performing
 Townsend's songs in concert.

(A)Eddie Vedder, is the singer for Pearl Jam, performing

(B)Eddie Vedder who sings for Pearl Jam and performed

(C)Eddie Vedder sings for Pearl Jam who performs

(D)Eddie Vedder, the singer for Pearl Jam, performs

(E)the singer, Eddie Vedder, performing for Pearl Jam


【分析】


A把主要动词perform用作了现在分词结构。一般来说，主要动词在句子中应该以谓语形式出现，而不重要的动词可以采用现在分词或其他结构，对主要动词进行补充。

B的问题是全句没有主句，只有个who引导的从句。另外，在从句中，并列谓语动词sings和performed分别使用现在时态和过去时态，造成了时态不平行。

C严重改变了句意，原句的意思是Eddie performs Townsend's songs，但C的意思是Pearl Jam performs Townsend's songs。另外，对一个人的修饰应该采用非限定性的定语从句，即在连词who前面必须加逗号。如：I love Mary, who is a girl from China.在这个句子里，Mary前的逗号不能省略。

E为不完整句子，主语Eddie找不到谓语动词与其匹配。

D的主语是Eddie，一前一后有两个名词结构对其进行修饰，句意清楚。这个结构可以看做是双名词对一个名词进行修饰的同位结构。

正确答案：D





4．After Napoleon's defeat in 1815, the Congress of Vienna guaranteed Swithzeland's neutrality. Since then, the neutrality has never been broken
 .

(A)neutrality. Since then, the neutrality has never been broken

(B)neutrality, since then, the neutrality has never been broken

(C)neutrality which has never been broken

(D)neutrality, having never been broken

(E)neutrality, a neutrality that has never been broken


【分析】


B的问题是run-on，首先排除。

C的问题是，至少要在which前加个逗号。从句意上看，which引导的是个非限定性的定语从句，是对neutrality进行进一步解释，而不是进行限定修饰。

D的问题是，having done的结构从来不会用在句子的后面对名词进行修饰，只有doing可以这样用。having done结构只能用在句子的开始做状语，如Having finished my homework，I went to sleep。

在A和E中选择，A的文法没有问题，但从表达效果来讲，不如E。A中的两个句子其实是有关联的，即保证瑞士中立，而直到现在这种中立也没有被打破。从句意上看，这个意思放在一个句子里会使表达紧凑。E采用的是我们上面介绍的特殊同位结构，对neutrality进行重复，在neutrality后面用定语从句对neutrality进行修饰。

正确答案：E




第十一章　虚拟语气






第一节　虚拟语气语法知识



简单来说，虚拟语气，是指当if条件从句的内容不可能实现，或实现的可能性很小的时候，要对if条件句和主句的动词形式进行适当变化。在普通英文中，虚拟语气的形式和分类非常复杂，但在SAT考试中，有关虚拟语气的内容大致可分为以下几种：



1．If从句表达的意思和现在情况相反或目前不可能实现



在这种情况下，if条件句要用一般过去时（did/were），而主句要用过去将来时（would do）。比如，Mary正在上课，她一个朋友打电话邀请她马上去参加一个party，这时Mary可以说：

If I had
 time，I would go
 now.

为什么要用had time而不用have time？因为现在的情况是Mary根本没有时间，所以整个句子要用虚拟形式。

再看一个例句：

If I were
 a bird，I would fly
 .

如果我是小鸟，我就要高飞。事实上，我现在成为鸟的可能性是不存在的，所以该句必须采用虚拟语气。值得注意的是，be动词在虚拟语气中必须用were，不论其原来形式是is、am还是are。



2．If从句所表达的意见与过去事实相反



在这种情况下，if条件句要用过去完成时（had done），而主句要用将来完成时（would have done）。这类虚拟语气，是SAT重要考查的内容。它常常从现在的角度对已经发生的事情发出感叹、表达后悔等。翻译成中文可以是：如果当初要是怎么样，那么现在就已经怎么样了。


例：
 If you had come
 here earlier, we would have finished
 the work now.

中文意思是：你要是早点来的话，那么我们现在都已经完工了。而事实上，你没有早来，工作也没有完成。所以，这个句子要采取虚拟语气。

在SAT考试中，常常是虚拟句主句部分不划线，要求考生对if条件句的动词形式作出相应的虚拟变化。因此，我们一旦在未划线部分发现would have done（或might have done, could have done, should have done），则要在if条件句中找出一个带有had done的选项来。


例：
 If you had not hurried
 ，you would have missed
 the bus.

（事实上你hurry了，所以你也没有miss the bus。）


例：
 If China had not implanted the policy of "reform and opening to the outside"，it would not have been so prosperous.

（事实上中国实行了改革开放政策，现在也确实很繁荣了。）



3．If条件句的内容与将来事实相反或将来实现的可能性很小



在这种情况下，if条件句要用should do/were to do，而主句要用would do形式。


例：
 If I should win
 a lottery of 10 million dollars，I would buy
 you a big house.

中文意思：如果我能赢得1千万美元的彩票，我将给你买座大房子。

在谈话者看来，将来能赢得1千万美元几乎是不可能的，因而给对方买大房子的机会也接近为零，所以句子采用虚拟形式，以表达说话者对此事的真实态度。通过本句可看出，凡是看到说话者对将来的承诺采取了虚拟形式，我们就不要对这个承诺报什么希望了。比如，你约Mary明天去吃饭，Mary这么回答你：If I should have time tomorrow, I would go with you, 你听到这个回答就应该明白，Mary已经委婉地拒绝了你。

再看看美国著名聋盲作家Helen Keller在“假如给我三天光明”一文中的句子：

Sometimes I have thought it would be
 an excellent rule to live each day as if we should die
 tomorrow.

事实上，我们明天就死的概率很小，故本句采用虚拟形式。


例：
 If I were to marry
 you tomorrow, would
 you agree?

这句话的意思其实不是在询问对方是否和自己结婚，否则应该说：If I are to marry
 you tomorrow, will
 you agree?

这句话的意思其实是：就算我要和你结婚，可你能同意吗？仔细体会后我们会发现，说话者在说这个句子时，是有点怨气的。因为在说话者看来，对方无意和自己结婚。



4．SAT考查上述三种形式的变化



在if条件句中含有should, had, were时，常常会把if省去，并将should, had, were放在句首（其余部分顺序不变），这样就构成了文法上的“倒装虚拟句”。这种句子除了形式不同外，和正常虚拟句的功能是完全一样的。


例：
 If I were you，I would go.

倒装虚拟句：Were I you，I would go.


例：
 If I should win a lottery，I would take a vacation in Europe.

倒装虚拟句：Should I win a lottery，I would take a vacation in Europe.


例：
 If you had come here earlier, we would have finished the job now.

倒装虚拟句：Had you come here earlier, we would have finished the job now.

在SAT考试中，看到上述倒装虚拟句，不要紧张，这只是正常语序的虚拟句变化形式而已。




第二节　虚拟语气试题分析



1．Had Churchill sent planes to defend Coventry
 from the German air raid, the Nazis would have realized that their secret code had been broken by the Allies.

(A)Had Churchill sent planes to defend Coventry

(B)If Churchill would have sent planes to defend Coventry

(C)Churchill having sent planes to defend Coventry

【分析】


从主句的would have realized可以知道，本句是个虚拟句，那么if从句的谓语动词必须采用had done的结构。

B和D虽然使用了if从句，但从句的形式不是had done，所以首先排除。

C出现了名词加having done的结构，而这种结构显然不是在句首做状语，这是SAT所不喜欢的，还导致主句的would have done没有另外的虚拟句与其搭配。

E为不完整句子，应该做主语的Churchill没有谓语动词与其搭配。同时，E中的it指代对象模糊。

A为正确答案。A是个倒装虚拟句，若采用正常语序，应该是：If Churchill had sent planes to defend Coventry，其谓语动词采用的是had done形式，和主句的would have done吻合。

正确答案：A





2．Ellen would call me if she had remembered
 my phone number.

我们仔细分析五个选项，会发现，只有E符合这个虚拟形式。

注意C的had she remembered是if she had remembered的倒装形式。

正确答案：E

从主句的形式可以看出，本句是个虚拟句。由于主句采用了would have done的形式，所以从句要使用had done的形式。

B从文法上看没有问题，关键是其谓语采用一般过去时态died，和主句的would have done形式不吻合，所以排除。

C中的主语Nightingale没有谓语动词与其搭配。

D采用having done形式置于句首，表示时间或原因，但从全句的意思理解都不合适，同时，造成主句中的虚拟形式没有相应的从句虚拟形式与其配合。

E的问题很多，除了虚拟形式不对以外，as a result

是SAT非常讨厌的东西。在SAT看来，表示原因用because就很好。另外，代词加having done的结构也是SAT不能接受的。

正确答案：A

【分析】

【分析】


主句是had done形式，所以从句要使用would have done形式。在五个选项中，只有A符合要求。

第十二章　语言简洁性






第一节　语言简洁性语法知识



在SAT Improving Sentence题型中，考生根据一些文法知识点往往可以快速排除两到三个错误选项，但在剩下的两到三个选项中，从文法角度看似乎都是正确的。这时候，就要从语言表达的简洁性入手，看看哪个选项表达最简洁。如果你实在不知道选哪个，而又不想放弃的话，就选最短的吧！笔者认真地分析了历届真题，正确答案是五个选项中最短或次短的要占到总试题的80％以上。以2006年的某月真题为例，25道Sentence Improving中，有19道试题的正确答案是最短或次短选项，有11道试题的正确答案是最短的选项，几乎达50％。由此看来，SAT对语言简洁性的要求是非常明显的，这也是符合现代英文表达习惯的，正如英文中的一句话：Brevity is a virtue（简洁是一种美德）。

SAT的简洁原则大致可以表现为以下几个方面：



1．能用一个词或词组表达的绝对不要用一个从句或句子表达



使用一个完整句子来表达一个信息，一定比一个词或词组要长，这不符合SAT的简洁性的原则。


例：
 The editor is checking the manuscript to see if it is accurate
 .

在上句中，划线部分如果改为for its accuracy，则全句意义完整，文字也简洁许多。应改为：

The editor is checking the manuscript for its accuracy.


例：
 I love the city which is located in the west of Canada.

在上句中，which is纯属多余，应删除。应改为：

I love the city located in the west of Canada.


例：
 I went to the post office so that I could mail a letter.

在上句中，表“目的”的部分使用了一个完整的句子，但其实使用一个to就足够表达了。应改为：

I went to the post office to mail a letter.

中文的表达习惯是使用从句，许多同学把中文转化为英文中时，难免受到中文影响，在英文里也使用从句。这也是中式英文的一个“特色”。


例：
 当你走到第二个红绿灯时，请向右转。

许多考生一看到“当你……时”，大脑第一反应就是使用“when you...”结构，翻出的句子是：

When you walk to the second traffic light, turn right.

这个句子当然不能算错，但绝对不如下句表达简洁：

Turn right at the second traffic light.

这个句子，把原来的状语从句表达的内容用一个介词词组表达，更为简洁有力。



2．用“because从句”表达原因，而不是用“n＋V-ing”的结构



表达原因时，特别是该原因比较复杂时，SAT倾向于用because从句，任何其他表达都无效。


例：
 I love Mary because/since she has helped me a lot.

上句是SAT喜欢的表达方式。但在SAT的迷惑选项中，往往会出现下列形式：

I love Mary due to the fact that she has helped me a lot.

I love Mary on account of her heaving helped me a lot.

当然，如果表达的原因不太复杂，可以用一个词或词组解决，那么SAT就倾向于使用词或词组。


例：
 I love Mary because she is beautiful.

上句中的从句可以用词组because of her beauty来表达，变为：

I love Mary because of her beauty.

Improving Sentence中很多选项都涉及“从句”和“结构”选择的问题。我们切记：对于复杂的内容，SAT一向倾向于使用一个简单的从句，而不是那些名词加doing之类的结构。这也是我们前面谈到的，一看到名词加doing或having done的结构，基本上就可以将其排除了。



3．许多定语从句可以用一个形容词来表达



在普通文法看来，下面例句中的定语从句使用都正确，甚至能起到强调的修辞效果，但在SAT看来都是不简洁表达。


例：
 Mary is a girl who is very pretty.

Tom is a man who is very old.

It is a book that is very interesting.

应改为：

Mary is a very pretty girl.

Tom is a very old man.

It is a very interesting book.



4．表“时间”和“让步”的状语从句尽量用省略形式




例：
 When I was
 a boy，I developed an interest in English.

Although he is
 smart，Tom seldom puts time into learning.

上面两个句子的划线部分均可省去。当我们在比较两个选项时，如果其余部分都一样，区别仅在于一个省略去了“主语＋be动词”，另一个没有省，那么应该选择省略的那个选项。



5．句意不要重复




例：
 A is equally as important as B.

The current efforts she is making now.

上述两种情况，都犯了句意重复的错误，在Identifying Sentence Error中常遇到。我们会在本书第二部分第七章专门谈到句意重复的问题。




第二节　语言简洁性试题分析

【分析】


这是一道典型的考查语言简洁性的考题，五个选项单从文法的角度来看都是正确的，但从语言简洁性的角度来看，只有C符合要求。

A的问题在于使用了名词加doing的结构，这是SAT非常不喜欢的东西。另外，SAT倾向用句子而不是短语来表达复杂的意思。

B的问题在于表达不够直接，句子中的result其实是可以避免的。

D的问题在于表达啰嗦，特别是despite the fact of doing something的结构，基本上一看到这样的结构就可以认为是错误选项。D可以简化理解为doing something resulting in something，一看就知道不是SAT喜欢的东西。

E的错误原因同D。SAT认为，in spite of和despite后面只能接简单的名词，凡是看到这两个词后面跟了长长的doing something的结构，这个选项一定错误。

C的表达非常简洁。主语是学生，然后用一个定语从句解释是什么样的学生，接着说他们怎么了，这非常符合英文的表达习惯。

正确答案：C

C的问题是，逗号后的v-ing不可能表示“目的”，特别是当v-ing前还有thereby和thus的时候，这个v-ing结构一定表示“结果”。如：Mary never studies hard, thus making her mom angry.

D的问题在于介词误用。agree to do something是很好的搭配，agree with后面接人或观点，表示同意某个人的观点，而agree on表示就某事达成一致意见。不能用for doing的结构表示目的。

E的错误原因同D。

正确答案：B

C中出现了being，排除。另外，which是个连词，应该连接一个句子，而不是现在分词being。

E的错误同B。

E采用的是句子加现在分词的结构。我们说过，现在分词结构在逗号后常常表示句子主要动作产生的结果。在本句中，malfunctioned产生的结果是prevent production，所以现在分词preventing在此处表示结果非常合适。

正确答案：E

B是run-on句子，同时重复了switched。

D的错误原因同A。

E也是run-on句子，同时在“from... to...”结构中插入了主谓结构，破坏了平行。

C把句意重复的问题改正过来了，同时first和eventually遥相呼应，简洁清楚。

正确答案：C

其实，五个选项从文法的角度看都是正确的，关键就在于谁的表达最简洁有效。我们仔细分析五个选项是如何表达“主要”这个意思的：有的选项用for the most part，有的用mostly和largely，有的用by and large。那么当然是mostly和largely表达最为简洁。在SAT中，简洁性的一个重要原则是能用一个词不要用两个词。根据上面的分析，很容易把C排除。

在B和D中，B改变了原句的意思。原句说sleeping patterns是由biological patterns决定的，但B的意思是sleeping patterns是biological patterns，没有突出“决定”的核心意思。

正确答案：D

E的错误原因同A。

正确答案：B

C的问题是动词时态错误，此处用进行时态很别扭，同时表达啰嗦。

D不仅犯了B的错误，同时也是表达最累赘一个选项。

正确答案：E

E也改变了句意，把原句的没有改成了有；另外，solitary是“孤独的”意思，原句中没有这个意思。

C犯了悬垂错误，name是不能发出want的动作的。同时，view有明显的动作发出者，故不能使用被动语态。

D的问题是在分句后没有完整的主句。

C的句意混乱，单独使用了that，而且句子是run-on句。

D的问题在于which前应加介词in。其次，it的指代模糊，因为it前有好几个核心单数名词。另外，句子产生了歧义，把the Earth circled the sun instead of a central position in the universe译成中文是“地球围绕太阳转，而不是围绕宇宙中的中心位置转”，这和原句的意思有较大出入。

E的问题在于that引导主语从句，前面不能有逗号；同时句子产生和D相似的歧义。

B选项改正了上述所有问题。

原句的意思是：伽利略请求罗马宽恕他支持日心说，照此理论，地球围绕太阳转，而不是占据宇宙的中心。

正确答案：B

首先，因为全句有个内在的因果关系，故用because非常合适；其次，sth.was named as sth.是一个比较固定的用法，对于这些固定使用被动语态的词，SAT能够接受。因此，He was known as a writer的表达优于People knew him as a writer。It is believed that the Earth circles around the Sun的表达优于People believed that the Earth circles around the Sun。

另外，B选项的表达有点句意重复，name和choose在本句中是同一个意思。

D首先应该在with前加个逗号，这样，两个逗号之间的成分作为对主语的修饰就很清楚，而第二个逗号后的became为谓语。D把detail用作动词，前面有its，犯了代词或名词加doing结构的错误。

E为不完整句子，although后面的从句很清楚，但没有主句，真正的谓语动词became没有主语。其次，原句应该是因果关系而不是让步关系，所以连词although的使用不当。

A用the Secretary of State's speech作主语，动词became作谓语，两个现在分词（detailing和setting）并列修饰主语speech，可以看作是非限定性定语从句which detailed和which set的简化形式。句意主次分明，句子结构清楚。

第二部分　改　错






Identifying Sentence Error






概述



SAT文法部分的考试包括18道句子改错题。

句子改错的形式和以前的托福改错题很接近，即在一个句子中，有4个部分会被划线，并分别标上A、B、C、D，其中一个部分是错误的。托福的改错题只有4个选项即A、B、C、D，并且四个选项中必然有一个是错的，那么，即使考生不熟悉一道题的考点，也可以去猜，看哪个部分最有可能错误。但SAT的文法改错题增加了选项E选项，即No Error选项，就是说4个划线部分也有可能都是正确的。这个No Error选项是考生最头疼的问题。

下面是一道标准的改错题：

一般在A、B、C、D四个选项中，往往可以根据一些规则和文法知识很快找出错误选项。但每年的SAT真题中，总有那么几道试题，使考生感到很迷惑。

国外的一些SAT参考书倾向让考生“读”句子，然后凭感觉判断哪个部分最不顺口，那么这个部分就是错误的；如果整个句子读起来很流畅，那么就没有错误。这种做法对中国学生不一定适用。这个办法的根据就是我们经常说的“语感”，对一个英文功底深厚语感良好的学生来说，凭着语感去寻找错误当然没有问题。不过，大部分中学生的语感还没有好到通过“读”句子就可以把错误找出来的程度。即使对北美本地学生来说，通过“读”句子也不可能把所有试题的错误给“读”出来。当然，不管怎样，面对一道改错题，通读全句并了解大概意思，抓住主要的框架，对判断错误是非常有必要的。

所以，我们坚持认为，考生一定要熟悉SAT改错题经常出现的考点（在SAT历届真题中，这些考点是非常固定的），补充相关考点的基本文法知识，熟悉出题方式，识破出题陷阱。做大量的练习，并分析做错题目的原因，慢慢培养做题感觉。在这样的过程中，学生对句子中的错误的“敏感度”会逐渐增加，从而提高做题准确率。

我们把改错题中一些相对固定的考点分门别类进行整理。这些考点涵盖了改错题的所有知识点，同学们要把这些考点的基本知识烂熟于胸。在做题时，看到划线部分要能很快弄清这些划线部分和我们介绍的考点之间的联系。在本部分的最后，是改错题的综合分析，同学们可以先尝试自己去寻找错误，然后再看分析，从而进一步强化对这些考点的理解。

并不是每一个章节都配备练习，因为考生心中一旦有了理性认识，就很容易找出错误。所以，本部分的分析试题采用的都是综合形式，把各个考点混合起来。同学们在掌握基本知识点的基础上，要慢慢学会把这些基本知识点运用到改错的实战上来。




第一章　时态冲突



在英文中，根据一个动作发生的时间和状态不同，相应地划分为十六种时态。时态的形式和用法是非常复杂的，也是SAT在Improving Sentence及Identifying Sentence Error中经常出现的考点。但在Identifying Sentence Error中，SAT考试的内容相对比较固定，一般不会涉及时态的高级用法和复杂形式。

基本上，在未划线部分会有一个动词时态，在划线部分也会有一个动词时态，但往往划线部分时态和未划线部分时态在大的时间上存在冲突。比如，未划线部分采用的是“现在”时态，而划线部分出现了“过去”时态的标志词（如did, had等），那么划线选项就是错误选项了。

在真正的考试中，考题会比上述内容复杂。






例：
 The music seems to be rather
 (A) pessimistic as
 (B) the composer wrote
 (C) it in a state of dilapidated
 (D) health.No error
 (E)

在上句中，不能简单地认为C选项的wrote和seems发生冲突。因为作曲的时间一定是“过去”，但这件音乐作品的基调是后人对其的评价，时间应为“现在”，二者并不矛盾。其实，时态冲突的问题并不是那么简单。考生首先要发现表面上冲突的地方，再细看两个动作发生的时间是否不同，若不同，则表面上的冲突不会构成错误。

在SAT考试中，时态冲突错误还有一种典型的考试题型，即从句是一个用after引导的一般过去时的句子，而主句使用现在完成时态。在此情况下，若after划线则把after改为since；若主句动词部分划线，则要把动词改为过去时态（一般过去时或者过去完成时）。






例：After
 (A) the book was published, its author has been severely
 (B) criticized for having deceitfully copied
 (C) passages from other books without giving
 (D) credit.No error
 (E)





还有一个考点，在Improving Sentence的虚拟语气一章中提到过，即to have done
 (A) something, you would have had
 (B) to do something的虚拟结构。如A、B两部分不对应就是错误的。






例：
 To have reached
 (A) a verdict so quickly,
 (B) the members of the jury would have
 (C) to make up their minds before leaving
 (D) the courtroom. No error
 (E)

在上句中，C的形式和A的to have reached不对称，应将其改为would have had to do的形式。




第二章　代词冲突



代词指代问题也是Identifying Sentence Error题型的一个常见考点。相关知识点大家可以参考本书Improving Sentence中的“代词指代”部分。这里只是针对Identifying Sentence Error题型补充几点：





1．在一个句子中如果代词被划线，要优先考虑代词的正确指代。凡是句子中有两个男士名称，则优先考虑he或his的划线部分的错误；凡是句子中有两个女士名称，则优先考虑she或her的划线部分的错误。






例：
 Debbie spoke to Tina after she
 was fired by the company.

在上句中，she可能指代Debbie，也可能指代Tina，所以是错误的。





2．it或its划线，往往是用来指代句中的一个未划线的复数名词，故错；they或their划线，往往是用来指代句中的一个未划线的单数名词，故错。同时要注意，they不可暗指people，即从句意上看，they指代people，但people又在句子中没有出现。这和普通文法是不一样的。在普通文法里我们可以说they
 say China is an economic superpower（这句中的they指people，即“人们说”）。但在SAT中不能使用这样的暗指，因此they的这种用法就被认定是错误的。





3．句中出现one或oneself，但在另外的部分出现了you或we之类的代词，而他们的指代对象从句意上看又是一样的，在这种情况下，划线部分的代词错。一般情况下，one或oneself没有下划线，而you或we有下划线，它们在句子中往往相隔较远。






例：When
 (A) one reads Shakespeare，we
 (B) can easily see how dramatically
 (C) the English language has changed
 (D) in the last 400 years.No error
 (E)

上句中，划线部分的we和when后的one应该是指代同一对象，所以we应该改为one。





4．真题里还有一个考点是代词的主格和宾格问题。以第一人称单数代词为例，当其用作主语时为I，用作宾语时为me。虽然这种用法很简单，SAT却经常考。如：

Between you and I sits Mary。

上面的句子是个倒装句，真正的主语是Mary，I和you一起用作介词between的宾语，所以I应该采用其宾格形式即me。




第三章　平行错误



有关平行结构的基本知识，我们在Improving Sentence的题型中已经做过分析，本节不再赘述。Identifying Sentence Error中的平行错误，通常有以下几个方面：



1．时态不平行



划线部分的动词，常和句中没有划线部分的动词是同时发生的，但划线部分的动词时态和未划线部分的动词时态不一致。


例：
 Everyone in the classroom cheered when the teacher announces
 (A) that，due to
 (B) the big snowstorm that was coming
 (C), classes for the rest of the day had been cancelled
 (D). No error
 (E)

在上句中，announce的动作和前面cheer的动作应该是同时发生的。cheer用的是过去时态，announce也应该用其过去时态announced，故B错。

当然，这种时态不平行错误也可以理解为第一节中讲到的时态冲突。



2．动词不定式和名词或从句的不平行



这类试题的出题思路是，前面一个或两个平行成分使用的是to do形式，而最后一个成分却是从句或其他形式。这样，最后一个成分就违反了平行原则，因而是错误选项。


例：
 During the election campaign, the major political parties agreed that minorities must be given the opportunity to advance
 (A) ，to seek
 (B) justice, and to the kinds
 (C) of special treatment that might compensate in part
 (D) for historical equities.No error
 (E)

在上句中，从句意上看，C应该与A、B中的to do形式构成平行结构，所以应该在名词the kinds前加上合适的动词（如receive）。



3．动词不定式和动名词的不平行



这类题目往往和“比较”有关。基本的出题思路是把两个成分进行比较，一个采用动词不定式to do的形式，另一个却采用动名词doing的形式，且两个成分在句中往往又会相隔很远。


例：
 Hiking along the mountain trails is
 (A) a less expensive but considerably
 (B) more demanding
 (C) vacation activity than to cruise
 (D) in the Bahamas.No error
 (E)

在上句中，进行比较的是to cruise和hiking，所以to cruise要改为cruising以和hiking构成平行。D错。



4．形容词和副词的不平行



这类试题的出题套路是，先出现一个副词修饰动词结构，然后在and后出现一个形容词，而这个形容词从句意上看是和and前面的副词一起修饰动词，所以该形容词要改为副词形式。


例：
 Although foreign languages are taught
 (A) in classrooms all over the world, only by living
 (B) in a country where a language is spoken
 (C) can students learn to speak fluently and easy
 (D).No error
 (E)

在上句中，D中的easy和fluently共同修饰动词speak，所以easy应该采用副词形式easily，以和fluently并列。



5．其他形式的不平行



在改错题中，不平行的问题还包括名词的不平行，如在“do A，B and do C”的结构中，A、B、C应该都是动词do的宾语，但do C结构的出现把大的平行结构破坏了，正确结构应该是do A，B and C。

有时候，本应该是平行的部分可能一部分采用短语形式（如to do, doing等），而另一个部分采用句子的形式，这也是不平行的。

对改错题中的不平行问题，同学们首先要通读全句，找出平行结构，要特别注意未划线部分，因为未划线部分确定了划线部分应该采用什么形式，然后看它们的形式是否对应。




第四章　主谓不一致



对于主谓一致的基本知识，我们在本书第一部分Improving Sentence的主谓一致一节中已经有过阐述。在Identifying Sentence Error中，值得我们注意的主谓不一致错误有以下几点：





1．SAT关于主谓不一致的一个基本出题套路是在主语和谓语之间插入许多成分，让考生判断主谓在数的方面是否一致。这就要求考生能绕过干扰内容，迅速找出句子的主语和谓语。


例：
 Either of the solution you proposed
 (A) during the meetings we held last several days are
 (B) acceptable to
 (C) the union, whose members
 (D) are willing to compromise.No error
 (E)

在上句中，真正的主语是either（单数概念），所以B中作为谓语的系动词应该用is而不是are。从这个例子可以看出，SAT倾向使用易混淆成分，来干扰考生的判断。许多学生一看到B项的are前是个days，就简单地认为are的使用没有问题。须知，这是SAT的一贯手法。如果我们从句意入手，牢牢抓住句子的主要成分，那么再多的干扰都可以绕过。





2．在there be句型中，要看there be后面的名词是单数还是复数，以确定用there is还是there are。SAT在there be句型中经常采用的方式是“There is A（单数名词），从句，and B”结构，这个结构可简化为“there is A and B”。此时发现，这里的is是要改为are的，因为真正的主语是“A and B”。


例：
 In the modern society, there is
 (A) a general debate about the new technology, which
 (B) has dramatically
 (C) transformed people's life for the better, and strong opposition to
 (D) its use.No error
 (E)

在上句中，there is后面接了两个成分（一个是debate，一个是strong opposition），所以应改为there are。





3．在倒装句中，不要被动词前面的名词迷惑，要看动词后面的成分是单数还是复数。因为在倒装句中，真正的主语在谓语动词后面。

正常语句：Mary and Tom are beside their teacher.

倒装句：Beside their teacher are Mary and Tom.

在上面的倒装句中，主语是Mary and Tom，所以谓语动词用are，如果用is就错了。当然，SAT绝对不可能这么简单地来考查主谓不一致问题。


例：Among
 (A) the many factors contributing to the revival of the medieval economy was
 (B) the cessation of
 (C) Viking raids which were rampant during the time, and the development of
 (D) the heavy plow.No error
 (E)

上句是以介词among开始的，所以全句采用倒装结构，句子真正的主语是was后面的成分。许多考生注意到was后面的cessation是个单数，然后就简单地认定was的用法是对的。在通读全句后会发现，逗号后的and the development应和前面的某个成分平行，从句意上看这个成分只能是the cessation。就是说，句子真正的主语是the cessation and the development，是复数概念，所以B的was要改为were。




第五章　介词使用不当



介词的用法是SAT Identifying Sentence Error中的一个重点，也是杀伤力很大的考点。一个动词、名词或形容词到底和什么介词搭配，很多时候都是约定俗成的。比较麻烦的是，在Identifying Sentence Error题型中，到底会考查哪些介词，几乎没有规律可循，这就要求考生平时多注意积累，了解一些介词的基本用法和固定搭配。

在Identifying Sentence Error题型中，对有下划线的介词，如果你能很明确地知道该介词的使用存在问题，那么一切都很简单了。但是很多时候，考生往往不清楚该介词的使用是否正确。这时就应该首先看看句中别的划线部分是否有比较明显的错误，如果没有，则该介词的用法有错误的可能性较大。最麻烦的是整个句子没有错误。可以说，在每年的改错题里，最容易出错的就是介词用法题。

有什么技巧可以解决这个问题吗？非常遗憾，除了平时多积累多做题外，别无他法。介词使用不当，很多时候是很难通过语感觉察到的，做题技巧也不会起到什么作用。


例：As soon as
 (A) the employees realized that
 (B) management would never accede with
 (C) their demands for a shorter work week, a strike became inevitable
 (D).No error
 (E)

上句中，accede with的用法是不存在的，应该是accede to。问题是，如果你事先不知道这个固定用法，是无论如何也没办法把错误给找出来的。

所以，同学们可以参考文法书上有关介词的章节，多做试题，慢慢积累，一定可以拿下SAT句子改错这个最不易攻破的堡垒。




第六章　比较错误



在Identifying Sentence Error题型中，比较错误也是常见的一个考点。关于SAT文法中的比较问题，在Improving Sentence部分已经详细讨论过。在此，通过以下几个和比较有关的例题，让考生进一步熟悉该类试题。






例1：
 As the concert drew to a close, I realized once more
 (A) that I usually respond most
 (B) enthusiastically to Beethoven's harmonic language because it
 (C) seems far more dramatic to me than other composers
 (D).No error
 (E)

在该句中，用Beethoven's harmonic language和other composers相比较。二者显然不可比，所以D错。应该改为other composers'(harmonic language)，以使其具有可比性。






例2：On the whole
 (A) ，Steven preferred driving
 (B) on small, rural roads, which he found more scenic
 (C) than the big city
 (D) where he lived.No error
 (E)

从句意上看，乡村的道路（rural roads）在和大城市的道路（urban roads）进行比较。但D选项中，只出现了“big city”，故应把D改为“those of the big city”。






例3：
 Like other archipelagos
 (A)，French Polynesia's culture
 (B) has been profoundly shaped by its geographic isolation.No error
 (E)

在Improving Sentence关于比较的内容中我们提到过，凡是看到like/unlike/similar to/compared with/in comparison with，就要首先考虑比较对象的可比性。在上句中，like后面是“other archipelagos”，是“地方”，而“Polynesia's culture”是“文化”，二者显然不可比。A错，应该改为“like other archipelagos' （cultures）”。




第七章　句意重复



句意重复违背了SAT的简洁性原则。什么是句意重复呢？比如说female girl中的female就是多余的，属于句意重复。在Identifying Sentence Error题型中，有关句意重复的出题套路是这样的：划线部分的一个词和未划线部分的一个词意思相同，因而划线部分的那个词是累赘多余的。许多考生在做Identifying Sentence Error题时，往往注意力只集中在划线部分，而对未划线部分不太关注，从而找不出句意重复的错误选项。






例：The present efforts
 (A) we are making
 (B) now in campus will, to a large extent
 (C)，determine our future in labour market
 (D).No Error
 (E)

上句中，present显然和未划线部分的now在语义上重复了，因为now已经有present的含义，所以应该把present去掉。





句意重复在SAT考试中并不多见，但一旦出现，杀伤力往往很大。SAT考试中句意重复的两个部分总是相隔得很远，又总是一个被划线一个未划线。其实，写到这里，笔者想再次提醒考生，SAT迷惑考生的一贯做法就是把本应有联系的两个部分相隔很远。不论涉及平行、比较、时态冲突还是我们这一节的句意重复，SAT的基本思路就是要求考生能够在复杂的语言现象中排除干扰，找出句子的主干部分。






例：
 Every year, employees of the federal government undergo annual
 (A) performance reviews that
 (B) determine whether
 (C) or not they
 (D) will receive pay raise.No error
 (E)

在上句中，A中的annual和句首的every year重复，两个词的意思都是“每年”，所以应该把A中的annual删除。如果考生不注意句首的every year，就很容易忽视A中的annual；即使注意到了A，也往往是关注undergo，因为他们会认为annual作为形容词修饰名词performance没有任何问题。

这个例子再次提醒我们，在做改错题时，要特别注意未划线部分和划线部分的联系，不能将全部的注意力都集中在划线部分，而要通盘考虑，以便发现问题。




第八章　相似词及用词错误



英文中有些词词形相近，意思却大相径庭，比如principle（原则）和principal（校长）。SAT在Identifying Sentence Error中可能会出现近形词试题。一旦出现这样的试题，杀伤力也是很大的。虽然近形词的考题在历届真题里出现的概率很小，但也要引起我们足够的重视。






例：
 Mr.Webster's paper is highly imaginary
 (A) ，and very creative
 (B) ，but lacking
 (C) in cogency
 (D).No error
 (E)

A项的imaginary是“虚构的”的意思，但从句意上判断此处是“有想象力的”意思，应该是imaginative。






例：
 The masterpiece auctioned so successfully
 (A) today depicts a Biblical scene in which
 (B) the king is on his throne with counsellors
 (C) standing respectively
 (D) below.No error
 (E)

D项的意思是“分别地”，但从句意上判断此处应该是形容词respectfully（很恭敬的）。





在本书第二部分的相关练习里，也有部分题目涉及近形词的问题，同学们要看一个记一个。下面是可能出现的近形词：

undetermined 没有决心的/indeterminate（身份、年龄等）不确定的

imprudent 不小心的/impudent 粗鲁的

indolent 无精打采的/insolent 傲慢无礼的

ingenious 有创意的/ingenuous 诚实的/indigenous 土著的，原产于

veracious 真实的/voracious 狼吞虎咽的/vivacious 快乐的

ponderable 值得思考的/ponderous 繁重的

complement 补充/compliment 表扬





用词错误，指的是用词不当。一般而言，这种题型出现的概率较小，虽然在一些模拟试题里会出现，但在SAT历届真题里鲜有涉及。可能是因为对于一名参加SAT考试的高中生而言，实在是有点难了。因此，即使出现用词不当的错误，也都是比较常见的错误，并且这些用词错误又往往是我们刚刚讲到的相似词。






例：Raising
 (A) living costs, together with
 (B) escalating taxes, have proved to be
 (C) a burden for everyone
 (D).No error
 (E)

本句涉及raise和rise的区别问题。raise是及物动词，后面须跟宾语，意思是“提高”，而rise是不及物动词，后面不能跟宾语，意思是“上升”。如果使用raise则句意是“提高生活成本”，是一个动宾结构，全句的主语是raising living costs，那么谓语就必须要使用has而不是have。在本句中，应该使用rising，意思是“正在上升的生活费用”，主语是costs，动词用have。

下面两个例子可以清楚地说明rise和raise的区别：

The store owner has raised the sugar price.（店主把糖价提高了。）

The sugar price is rising.（糖价在上涨。）




第九章　形容词和副词的使用错误



相信同学们都很清楚，形容词修饰名词，副词修饰动词或修饰形容词。但在实际运用中常会出现一些问题。对于形容词和副词的使用错误，有以下几个方面值得我们注意：





1．对动词的修饰应该用副词形式但却用了形容词形式，而该形容词和动词往往会相隔很远。


例：No matter
 (A) how dramatic
 (B) the modern technology has changed our life，its
 (C) disadvantages are not
 (D) without question.No error
 (E)

在上句中，B的dramatic是形容词，但其后没有被修饰的名词。从句意上判断，dramatic应该是修饰动词changed的，所以应该改为副词形式dramatically。





2．有些动词后面应该是接形容词的，但在SAT改错题中，这些形容词被写成了副词。

这些动词主要是连缀动词如smell, sound, feel, look（看起来）等。比如，The music sounds good（不能用副词形式well）。


例：
 The more scientists learn about subatomic particles，the more closely
 (A) they come to being able
 (B) to describe the ways in which
 (C) the universe operates
 (D).No error
 (E)

上面的句子是个the more... the more句型，大意是科学家们对subatomic particles了解越多，就越接近对宇宙运行的理解。“接近于做某事”应该是close to doing something，这个to是个介词。在本题中，虽然close紧跟在become后面，但close不是修饰become的，所以不能采用副词形式closely。如果说“我已经接近成功了”，英文应该是I have come close to being successful。看了这个句子，相信同学们应该知道A的closely为什么要改成close了。





3．副词不仅可以修饰动词还可以修饰形容词。在改错题中，常常把一个副词写成形容词形式来修饰其后的形容词。


例：Among
 (A) divergent schools of psychology, differences of opinion about
 (B) human motivation have led
 (C) to wide
 (D) different methods of treatment and research.No error
 (E)

D的wide应该是副词widely，修饰其后的different，即“非常”的意思。widely是一个程度副词，相当于very much的意思。如果是形容词wide，那么就是和different一起修饰后面的methods了，这显然和句意不符。





4．在英文中，副词加V-ed或V-ing的形式相当于一个形容词，修饰其后的名词。在SAT改错题里，这个副词常会被写成形容词的形式。


例：
 New Jersey is now the most dense populated
 (A) state, while
 (B) Alaska remains
 (C) the most sparsely populated
 (D).No error
 (E)

A中的dense应该是副词densely，和其后的过去分词populated一起修饰state。就是说，形容词是不能和过去分词或现在分词连用的。更多例子如下：

a beautifully shot movie 一部拍得很美的电影

a well-paying job 报酬丰厚的工作（不能说good-paying job）

hard-earned money 来之不易的钱（此处的hard是副词）

an easily influenced personal 一个容易受影响的人

在SAT真题里，常把上述结构的第一部分写成形容词，放在一行结束，而把过去分词或现在分词的部分另起一行，借以迷惑考生。




第十章　动词不定式和动名词误用



SAT改错题常常会涉及动名词和动词不定式的混淆问题。有些动词后面只能接动词不定式，而有些动词后面只能接动名词。比如我们比较熟悉的I enjoy reading就不能说成是I enjoy to do，因为文法规定enjoy这个动词后面只能接动名词；同样，I attempt to read an English novel不能说成I attempt reading a novel，因为attempt后面必须接动词不定式。考生经常在这个问题上丢分，主要原因是不太清楚动词后面应该接什么。针对SAT改错，以下几点要特别注意：





1．下列动词后必须接动名词：

admit, advise, anticipate, appreciate, avoid, consider, contemplate, delay, deny, discuss, dislike, encourage, escape, feel like, finish, can't help, imagine, involve, mention, mind, overlook, permit, postpone, put off, prohibit, practice, risk, resist, can't stand, suggest, tolerate, understand

注意，encourage, allow, advise, forbid, permit, recommend, suggest等动词有两种用法，即encourage doing something和encourage somebody to do something。再如：

We don't allow smoking here. = We don't allow you to smoke here.





2．SAT经常考到have a problem doing, have trouble doing, have difficulty doing, have a difficult (hard等形容词)doing等这样的结构。这些结构必须使用动名词，如：

I have difficulty reading English novels.





3．下面短语中的to是介词，而不是动词不定式的符号：

look forward to, object to = be opposed to, be used to= get used to =be accustomed to= get accustomed to, in addition to, amount to, devote oneself to = dedicate oneself to = be devoted to = be dedicated to, be averse to, the way (approach, solution, key) to, secret to, resort to, be sensitive to等。

在上述结构中，to不是动词不定式的符号，而是介词，在介词后当然要接V-ing形式。


例：
 I have no objection 　　　　
 the evening with them.

a．to spend

b．spending

c．of spending

d．to spending

本题的正确答案是D，因为objection后面一定要接to doing。


例：Lacking
 (A) an objective standard by which
 (B) to judge the contestants, the sponsors of the pageant finally
 (C) resorted to drawing
 (D) a name at random from a hat.No error
 (E)

该句中，许多学生一看到D的to drawing就认为D错了，因为他们对to do something太熟悉了。殊不知，这里的to是个介词。所以本题的正确答案应该是E。





4．有些动词后面只能接动词不定式。在SAT中，这些动词主要是attempt, claim, refuse, fail, determine。这些动词的名词形式后面也必须接to do形式。如只能说determination to do something，而不能说determination of doing something。同样，只能说failure to do something和refusal to do something。


例：
 She attempted driving
 (A) her car in the inclement
 (B) weather, but discovered, to her dismay
 (C) ，that the time belt was broken
 (D).No error
 (E)

上句A中的driving应改为动词不定式to drive，因为其前面是attempt, attempt的用法只能是attempt to do something。




第十一章　双重否定



所谓的双重否定，是两个具有否定意思的词连在一起，对动词或名词进行修饰。在普通英文文法里，使用双重否定可以起到强调的作用，但在SAT改错题中，双重否定往往使句意发生重大变化，变得没有逻辑性。因此，凡是双重否定的选项基本上都是错误的。

在SAT真题及模拟题中，有关双重否定的试题，总是离不开下面几个词：


barely, hardly, scarcely, hardly, seldom, without, never, no, none







例1：
 The ferocious
 (A) dog, after biting
 (B) the poor girl, finally vanished
 (C) without hardly
 (D) a trace.No error
 (E)

上句的意思是狗咬人之后消失得无影无踪了。D选项因为使用了双重否定（即肯定），句子意思成了狗“消失得有踪影”了，显然句意不通。应该把D中的without改为with或直接删除hardly。






例2：
 The exam was so difficult that
 (A) barely no one
 (B) had been able to pass it，making
 (C) the teacher quite depressed
 (D).No error
 (E)

该句本来的意思是考试很难，几乎没有学生通过。但由于B使用了双重否定（即肯定），意思变成了“考试很难，几乎人人都可以通过”，使句意发生了重大变化，且逻辑不通。应该把barely改成almost，或把no one改成anyone。






例3：While
 (A) I was walking
 (B) down the street yesterday, the rain began to fall in torrents
 (C) and I couldn't barely
 (D) find the way. No error
 (E)

在该句中，D的couldn't和barely构成了双重否定，句意不通。应该把D的couldn't改为could。






例4：
 None of this injury to life
 (A) and damage to property wouldn't
 (B) have happened if the amateur pilot had only
 (C) heeded the weather forecasts and stayed
 (D) on the ground.No error
 (E)

本句首先是个虚拟句，大意是那个飞行员要是留意到天气预报没有起飞的话，那么就不会发生这次生命和财产的损失了。注意主语是none表示否定，而谓语动词wouldn't也表示否定，那么全句的意思就彻底改变了，和原句的意思正好相反。应该把B的wouldn't改为would。通过这道题我们知道，双重否定中两个表示否定的词一般是连在一起的，但也可能是分开的，这要求我们必须从句意上进行把握，才能清楚该双重否定的使用是否正确。




第十二章　改错题综合分析

 (D) the alphabet.No error
 (E)


【分析】


A错。have difficulty (problem)doing结构，应把A改为navigating。





4．Although
 (A) people often refer to
 (B) "European travel." Europe is

第三部分　改进文章






Improving Paragraph






概述



SAT真题文法部分的第30到第35题为改进文章考题，共6题。

题目是一篇写得不是那么地道的文章（但大概意思考生能看懂），从中出6个问题，要求考生像老师一样对该文章进行修改，当然，都是以选择填空的方式进行的。这6个问题所涉及的内容有很多都是我们在改进句子和改错题型中提到过的，只不过是把这些内容放在一个passage里了而已。问题通常会涉及以下方面：



1．改进句子



这和本书第一部分讨论的改进句子的试题非常相似。出题人会从文章中挑出一个有毛病的句子，然后给五个修改方式，分别为A、B、C、D、E，让考生选择一个最佳的选项。句子的错误，基本上就是本书前面提到过的一些内容，比如时态平行、代词指代等等。但稍微有些不同的是，有时候会要求考生把病句和全文的内容联系起来。比如时态冲突的问题，考生不仅要考虑病句本身的冲突问题，还有可能要考虑病句和全文的时态冲突问题。就是说，一个病句本身的时态也许并没有冲突，但该病句可能和全文的时态产生冲突，如全文是过去时态，而病句是现在时态。这对考生提出了更高的要求，即要求考生真的像一个老师一样对passage有总体上的把握。



2．合并句子



这是改进文章试题的典型出题方式。在原文里，会有两个甚至三个句子独立存在，但从内容上看，这些句子之间存在着内在逻辑联系，要求考生运用必要的文法知识将这两个或三个句子合并成一个句子。一般来讲，原来的两三个句子都是非常零碎的，而合并后的句子一定是句意清楚、结构紧凑的。在五个合并后的句子里，错误选项往往都违背了我们在本书前面提到过的一些文法规则。



3．增加句子



这类题型比较棘手。要求考生在五个选项中寻找一个合适的句子，放在原文某个句子的开始或结束处，使文章更具有逻辑性。这类题型对中国学生来说比较陌生。做好这类试题，关键还是要把增加的句子带进指定位置，看该句是否和上下文形成一个承上启下的关系。承上启下是个非常重要的概念，在所提供的五个选项中，有时候一个句子放在指定位置后确实能够作为前一个句子的结束或下一个句子的开始，起引导作用。但有时候这个句子却不能起到承上或启下的作用。如果这样，要看看五个选项中有没有更好的句子可以选择。关于这个问题，我们会在本部分的10个模拟试题中进行详细解释。



4．删除句子



和增加句子相反，这类试题要求考生把原文中的某个句子删除。相对而言，删除句子要比增加句子容易一些。做删除句子试题，只有一个死办法，就是把五个选项一个个排除，看哪个句子删除后使该句前后的句子联系更加紧密。一般来说，要删除句子的前后两个句子，本来应该是有逻辑的，但应该删除的句子夹在其中，造成了文章逻辑的中断。



5．排列句子



就某个段落而言，原文中的句子排列有问题，要求考生把原文某个段落的句子进行重新排列，使段落结构清楚，逻辑自然。这类试题在2005年3月以后已经很少涉及，笔者相信以后考到的可能性也很小，故不再饶舌。

笔者强烈建议考生一定要把文章从头到尾读一遍，对该文章的内容有个整体上的把握。有些考生上来就做题，一边做一边回头看文章，这样似乎节约了时间，但实际上做题的正确率会大大下降。6个问题中的大部分往往和全文内容有密切联系，如果缺乏对全文的把握，难免会顾此失彼。特别是插入句子或删除句子试题，考生如果对全文的内容没有总体上的了解，根本无法知道一个句子应该插在什么位置，或是文中的哪一个句子应该被删除。

我们通过下面的10个passages，进一步了解改进文章的出题方式及做题技巧。




Passage 1

本题关键是D选项。D在口语中没有问题，但在书面语中D的问题有两个，首先是使用了被动语态；其次，D的表达不如A直接到位。A等于直接点出了simple thing作为句子重点。（而这也应该是全文的重点），但D的核心不是那个simple thing而是自己travel的经历。也就是说A强化了simple thing而弱化了my trip，而D正相反。
