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序言

各位同学，如果你——

（1）准备把本书当作一本“新托福能力练习册”，请读序一；

（2）准备把本书当作一本“北美考试机经合集”，请读序二；

（3）没啥想法的话，那就两个序都读吧！



序一

这是一个变化太快的时代，似乎前一秒钟学生们还会一丝不苟地在大厚本子上记笔记，下一秒钟他们就纷纷嚷着要求老人家注册“微博”、“微信”等高科技的账号来答疑。为了赶上时代潮流，我一把老骨头还真注册了一个微信账号（liuwenyonglasedu）：一方面，用作玩儿票；另一方面，也顺便给几个特定的学生来答疑解惑。再后来，为了敦促这几个“不乖”的学生每天都能看点儿英文，我总顺手给他们群发一些难句和需要读的小文章。结果，有好几个同学都给我发微信说，每个星期只有一个句子翻译不够过瘾。其实我讲起来也很不过瘾，并且这样零散的知识不够系统，我担心对大家的帮助不够大——大家只把微信交流当作“玩儿”，而不是一个“课堂”。

于是，我和我的团队（乐闻携尔实验性教学项目组：王甜、王烨、卢丹丹）咬牙做了两个课堂：一个叫做“百日百句译”；另一个叫做“百日百篇读”。

所谓的“百日百句译”，无非是挑出新托福真实考试之中的100个句子，先一天一句慢慢地讲解，之后再要求大家用讲解完的结构和用法来造句而已。

具体操作是这样的：


● 准备一个本子，每天从微信中把要翻译的英文句子抄写下来。



● 每天都花5分钟时间看一下要翻译的这个句子（遇到不认识的单词要查、要背，积累词汇量）。



● 花些精力译一译（要多思考，不追求速度，大概花10分钟）。请大家一定要动手，而不只是动脑：事情往往“想起来容易，做起来难”，而思考“如何翻译才更好”的过程，其实就是我们理清难句的过程，所以必不可少——这样第二天看解析的时候才会有更真切的感受。



● 为了能够事半功倍，将阅读和写作结合在一起，大家还要耐下性子完成汉译英的翻译训练，因为在以后的写作中或许能够派上用场（大概15分钟）。


我想，每天花费半个小时（5+10+15分钟），只需100天就能使得阅读和写作水平有所提升。什么？觉得100天太长？呵呵，大家在那些所谓有效的“速成理论”中都不知蹉跎了多少个100天了呢！所以还是老老实实、扎扎实实地投入英语能力的综合训练之中来吧。

所谓的“百日百篇读”，就是每天通过微信发布一篇英文文章，并配有题目。而这些文章都还原自2011年至2013年北美托福考试的阅读文章；对于相信机经的同学来说，这也算是一个练习的契机，因为2014年至2015年在中国内地的新托福考试中，很有可能会考到这些英文文章。这样的活动最适合以下人群参与：刚刚开始准备托福的同学，测试分数在80分以下的同学，乐闻携尔“监狱”集训营班级的同学。

具体要求很简单：


● 每天花20分钟时间，把文章细细地读一遍。对于文章中不认识的单词，一定要及时查出来（需要大家重点识记的单词已经在文中着重标出来了）。



● 做一下文章后面附带的题目：一方面，可以训练解题技巧；另一方面，也可以考查清楚自己是否真正读懂了文章。


其实，我一直觉得“top down”的英语学习方法才是正解：从文章阅读中积累词汇和句型，要远比背单词书有效得多——尽管看起来速度不快，但效率极高，因为有语境才会用。有些类似小时候的语文课：老师一天只教一篇文章，抠出五个生字，在文中讲解。

这个活动做满100天了，参加的同学也越来越多。我和出版社的冬梅老师商量了一下，于是决定把微信课堂上的内容整理成册后出版发行，书名定为《新托福百日百句百篇》。共分四册，而第二册就是第26天到第50天的内容。

2013年3月3日的托福考试刚结束，就有如潮的同学发微信感谢我：因为当日考试的文章在“文勇的微信空中课堂”中都出现过（它们分别是“中世纪商人信用”、“猛犸草原”和“独居与群居”）。类似的情况在3月30日这一天又发生了，有同学在考试的时候欣喜地发现了“Japanese Climate”和“Mesoamerica”这两篇熟悉的文章。我觉得挺得意的同时，心里当然知道，这些同学取得好成绩是应该的——不是因为他们碰上了机经，而是因为这些同学中的大部分人我都特别眼熟，因为都是坚持每天参加百日读活动的乖孩子。哪里有努力的人不成功的道理？

最后有两句话，一句要送给大家，另一句要送给自己：

“哪有什么胜利可言，挺住意味着一切。”

——里尔克

（微信课堂我们一起坚持，一步一步往前挪。）

“一扇门要开，手里有一万把钥匙，一把把试过来，来不及的。良师告诉你，一捅，就开了。”

——木心

（希望微信课堂能有希望朝这个方向多挪动一点儿，也希望我自己能够往这个方向多挪动一点儿。）



序二：Necessary Evil


“为什么会出版与机经沾边儿的图书？”



开宗明义：其实我并不中意“机经”。


“机经”这个说法，最早可能源于机考GRE的年代——在那个时期多次考试的考题是可能完全重复的（一般以“自然月”为周期）。常出现的情形是：月末参加考试的同学遇到的试题，居然与月初的试题完全一致。所以，尽管我们在参加这些标准化考试之前都需先“签字画押”（签订保密协议，同意绝不将试题内容透露给任何第三方），但仍有“热心”的同学愿意在网络上回顾、分享自己考过的试题，这也就给后来参加考试的同学们创造了提前熟悉某些将要考到的真实考题的机会。

与之类似，机经在新托福（iBT）考试出现后，也逐步流行了起来，因为自从托福将纸笔考试（PBT）改革成计算机考试之后，也出现了重复出题的现象（尽管它并不是以自然月为周期的，但总归是重复了很多次，还是有规律可循的）。按照陈睿老师的说法，科班出身的理工科专业人才使用STATA或SPSS等统计软件来“处理数据、总结规律”的能力还是不可小觑的。于是同学们总能看到诸多预测机经，也总能听到我们的机经预测命中的消息。这看上去是一件皆大欢喜的事情。


但事实上，若同学们有缘读到这篇小短文，我最想对大家说的一句话却是：机经可能并不如你想象中的那么有用。


尽管我们制作的“机经材料”经常命中考题，但我却时常在各类讲座中宣传“机经无用论”。因为在一个真正经过了精心设计、目的是考查学生语言能力的测试中，出题者并不是那么在意学生是否已经提前了解了部分试题。

请允许我以写作为例来进行阐述。其实提前知道作文题目在很大程度上并不会影响最终的写作成绩。回想2005年以前的老托福时代，作文题目甚至是在考试前就已经提前告知了的——只要你愿意，就可以在考前将题库里面的185个作文题目全都看一遍。大家不要觉得不可思议，事实上公布题库的行为在标准化考试中十分普遍：GRE考试中的写作部分（无论是Issue还是Argue题）也都是提前公布题库的。

为何出题机构敢如此嚣张呢？因为这是一个考查写作（语言）能力（而不是考查知识的丰富程度）的考试，它所公布的题库也并不是附有标准答案的问答题，所以即便提前获知题目，也并不能帮助写作能力糟糕的同学写出扎实、流畅乃至优美的文章来。


更进一步地说，即便是通过机经预测，在考前顺利将出题范围圈定在20个话题以内；甚至再夸张一点，花时间把这些题目都逐一写一遍，考试的时候也无非就是把已有的水平再重复发挥一次而已，最后该得多少分，还是多少分，不会变（即使根据这些预测题目把文章都写一遍，而且还都修订打磨成范文一般的美文，或者干脆考前去背诵大量的范文，往往也还是低分）。有些同学会不服气：



“难道是我背诵的范文本身写得不够好吗？”


事实往往并非如此。问题的关键在于同学们在考场上复述或者模仿范文时，如果能准确地把三分之二的精妙句子写出来就已经很不容易了，剩下的三分之一则是自身真实水平的体现。大家想想，当评卷老师看到这样一篇奇怪的文章时，结果会怎样？面对三分之二的异常精妙的内容以及三分之一掺杂其中的傻头傻脑的句子，同一篇文章中居然出现如此明显的水平差异，评卷老师当然很容易就能判定孰真孰假，最终的分数可想而知（事实上，我并不反对研读范文，不然我也不会出版两本范文书。但显然，简单的背诵并不会收获好的效果——过些天我再与大家讨论范文如何研读的问题）。

既然写作如此，我想口语方面也容易得出类似的结论：与写作一样，口语并非考查知识的丰富内涵，而是考查语言的表达能力。另外，对于阅读和听力两个部分，如果大家仔细看过各种版本的机经就会发现，被回顾出来的考题内容大都缺乏细节，而在这两个科目中被考查得最多的不正是细节吗？这时候有同学会问：


“我的天啊！难道机经真的就这样一无是处吗？那你们为什么还要费心制作机经呢？”


在这里，我想告诉大家机经的真正意义之所在：


其一，对于中等水平的考生来说，提前通读可能考到的预测机经，能帮助自己克服知识储备上的不丰富，从而在考试时可以把更多的精力放在最需要的地方。当考生已经通过机经了解到文章大意后，在考阅读和听力的部分时，就能够将精力放在更可能会出题的细节上；而在写作和口语部分，则能够将精力放在斟酌字词句以及思考谋篇布局上，这样更有意义，而不至于再花时间去想具体要写什么内容、说什么话题。


显然，随着同学们复习程度的加深，以上这一点的意义将会逐步降低。任何一位经过了良好训练的同学，都有能力在短时间内了解一篇阅读文章或听力文本的大意（而不再单纯地依赖机经提供的那些不太准确的概述），而关于口语与写作的试题同学们也能在一系列正规练习之后，掌握严密而有效的内容发展模式（因为经过训练，构造内容的过程可以在真正意义上内化为学生的一项能力）。

与此相反的是，对考试越是不熟悉的同学（比如在考前一个月才刚刚了解了一些托福考试的细则），或者现阶段水平还比较低的同学（模考总分低于80分），的确都应该利用预测机经，提前构思考试内容。


其二，事实上，机经还是一个纯粹的习题库。这些曾经在真实考试中出现过的试题，最能代表托福考试的风格。特别是对于写作和口语这两个科目来说，机经能帮助考生了解怎样的题目类型是ETS最喜欢考查的，而对此考生又应当如何回答；而在阅读和听力部分，机经则能帮助提供背景知识及复习方向。倘若考生发现阅读机经中出现了一篇关于天文学的文章，并且自认为对此不太熟悉，那么就会额外把天文类的相应单词都好好地背诵一下，提前做准备以防考试的时候干瞪眼。显然，从这个角度来说，机经可以指出我们阅读的盲点，听力部分也是如此。



其三，无论承认与否，机经对于考生心理上的安抚作用极为巨大。别人都看机经，我自己也看，这样才会心安。安慰剂的作用在医学上是可测的（若是不同意，请参考一个叫作“科学松鼠会”的网站），所以即便仅仅是为了追求心安而翻阅机经，其理由也是很充分的。事实上，我觉得心理安慰是如此的重要，以至于我自己都想开一个专栏，负责回答出国考试准备过程中的各类问题（邮箱liuwenyong@lasedu.com。没错，我在模仿我的大爱连岳老师）。


其实我用“Necessary Evil”作为这篇短文的标题，也算是为制作机经的我们和阅读机经的你们开脱，毕竟这并不是一件多好的事情。亚里士多德说过的一句话放在这里或许会很合适，无论我们是否承认：


Evil draws men together.



（正是邪恶的想法，才能把人们聚集起来。）


最后，我想要留出篇幅，感谢如下同学：是他们在微信上的积极参与，才敦促我坚持完了这100天的活动；让我以他们的名义，将这本书献给更多正行进在留学路上的同学。


留学路上不信速成，扎实干活比什么都重要！

◆本书的结构主要分为两大部分——Passage和Sentence。其中，“Passage”部分为整理出炉的最新北美机经还原文章，并附有一至两道练习题目，以检验同学们对于文章的理解程度（文章中着重标注出来的单词是需要额外注意的，如果对它们不够熟悉，大家最好下点儿功夫强化记忆并将其牢牢掌握）；“Sentence”部分则全部选自免费共享资料“黄金阅读”，该部分下设几个小板块，包括需要翻译的英文原文、参考翻译、知识点小结、与该原文相关的阅读题目、汉英翻译练习及其参考翻译、扩充后的中文段落翻译及其相关的托福写作题目以及勇哥批改学生的翻译练习。



◆书中特意设计了供读者使用的“小试身手”练习框：在“Sentence”这个部分中的“英文原文”之后给出了一个方框；在“汉英翻译练习”之后给出了三个方框。除了考虑到排版的美观之外，更重要的是大家可以尽情挥笔，动手写下心中的答案，一次次地打磨，找出不足，逐步改善翻译质量。在每天的末尾，我们还精心挑选了两到三篇的学生作业并进行批改。批改后的文章不是唯一的标准答案，只是供读者参考，这样可以使它成为一本专门为你量身定做的、真正有效的备考材料。



◆书中阅读题目的答案请见本书最后的“参考答案”（没有给出具体答案而用笑脸[image: 012-i]

Trade and Commerce in the Middle Ages


①
 In ancient times, trading over any significant distance was an expensive and risky enterprise
 . This restricted
 commerce mainly to local markets. However, after a decline
 following the breakup of the Roman Empire, European commerce expanded
 gradually to distant countries during the Middle Ages. Accompanying such a growth in trade and commerce were the establishment of guilds and the improvement in monetary systems, which, in turn, further enhanced
 the trade expansion.

 The expansion of trade from the West to the East was helped along by the Crusades. It was a series of military expeditions
 , initially carried out for recapturing
 Christian holy places in the Middle East from Islam. These expeditions facilitated
 the relations with Eastern countries, by developing a taste in the West for their
 indigenous
 productions. The conquest
 of Palestine, by the Crusaders, first opened all the towns and harbors of the Italian states to Western traders, many of whom were able to permanently
 establish themselves there, with all sorts of privileges
 and exemptions
 from taxes. Besides, as the Crusaders traveled through the Eastern lands to reach Jerusalem, many new products were introduced to Europe. Trade and commerce in the Middle Ages changed to include different products, from Cairo and Alexandria in Egypt, Damascus in Syria, Baghdad & Mosul in Iraq, and other great cities, which became important commerce and trading centers because of their strategic
 location, astride
 the trade routes to India, Persia, and the Mediterranean. The products were then carried across the Mediterranean to the Italian seaports, and then on to the major towns and cities of Europe.


③
 Other improvements to the Middle Ages trade and commerce were also made by enhancing security
 . As a consequence
 of the growth, both, of commerce and of urban communities, guilds began to come into being on the European continent in the 11th century, and in England, after the Norman Conquest. Merchants traveled from market to market in foreign countries, and, for the sake of mutual
 protection, a group of merchants from the same city often banded
 together in a caravan
 . The members of a caravan elected a leader, and made rules that they pledged
 to obey. The name for such a caravan was Gilde or Hansa in the Germanic countries of Europe. In countries speaking languages derived from Latin, the term was caritas or fraternitas. Under the leadership of such guilds, the coasts were protected from piratical incursions
 , and lighthouses were erected
 at dangerous points to prevent shipwrecks. Besides, the members are obliged to stand by each other in legal disputes
 , in which any might engage. In this way, treaties
 of commerce with foreign nations, including even the most distant, were able to guarantee
 the liberty and security of traders abroad. As commerce and trade, especially long-distance trade, became safer and more general, the expansion of trade advanced further.


④
 Before the collapse of the Roman Empire, urban centers in Europe once prospered
 , and many monetary systems were established. For example, through the banning
 of private or unauthorized minting
 , the first important standardization of sizes, weights, and values of coins was inaugurated
 under the Roman Empire. The banking system was so highly developed that its bankers could accept deposits
 of money, make loans, and purchase mortgages
 . After the collapse of the Roman Empire, however, the minting again went into chaos and the banking system also declined. Yet, by the beginning of the 11th century, trade revived
 and towns began a three-century growth spurt
 . The coinage and banking activities also began to resume
 . In 1252, the city of Florence minted the first gold coins since Roman times—the golden florin. And with the revival of banking in the 13th century, the moneychangers of the Italian states developed facilities
 for exchanging local and foreign currency
 . Soon, merchants demanded other services, such as lending money, and, gradually, banking services were expanded. The revival and development of the banking system, not only facilitated distant trade, but also provided the merchants with more capital they need to extend
 their business.

Water on Venus, Earth and Mars


①
 Venus, Earth and Mars, all at approximately the same distance from the Sun, are predicted to have formed out of the same material and had approximately the same initial temperatures 4.6 billion years ago. Back at the time, the three planets probably all had moderate
 enough temperatures and water suitable for life. However, Venus is now much too hot while Mars now much too cold, with no water found on both. What happened to these two planets and where all the water has gone are major puzzles for planetary scientists. The answer, as it turns out, lies not in their approximately same distance from the Sun so much as in their subtly-different distances from it.

②
 Scientists are not certain if Venus had large amounts of water like Earth after it formed. In the wet scenario
 , Venus was originally cooler than what it is now and it had a greater abundance
 of water several billion years ago. ■ Also, most of its carbon dioxide was locked up in the rocks. ■ Because Venus was slightly closer to the Sun than the Earth, its water never liquified
 and remained in the atmosphere. ■ Ultraviolet
 light from the Sun then broke down the water vapor in the atmosphere into hydrogen and oxygen. ■ The lighter hydrogen atoms
 escaped into space, carried off by the solar wind, while the heavier oxygen atoms reacted
 with minerals in the crust
 . The carbon dioxide formed during the reaction began to heat up the planet in the greenhouse heating process. As Venus heated up, some of the carbon dioxide in the rocks was “baked out”. This added even more carbon dioxide to the atmosphere and further enhanced
 the greenhouse heating, which baked more carbon dioxide out of the rocks (as well as any water), and a runaway positive feedback loop
 process occurred. This huge and continuous greenhouse effect finally raised
 Venus’s surface temperature to a point where the oceans boiled away entirely.


③
 As for our mother planet Earth, since it is a little farther from the Sun than Venus, most of its water was liquid from the beginning. The rest of its water vapor works with carbon dioxide in the atmosphere to create a small greenhouse effect, raising the temperature to about 34°C. This natural greenhouse effect, in turn, makes it warm enough on the surface for liquid water to exist. Besides making life possible, the liquid water also helps to keep the amount of atmospheric carbon dioxide from getting too high. The temperature on Earth can remain generally stable because of a negative feedback process that cools the Earth. The rate at which carbon dioxide is removed from the atmosphere depends on the temperature, in such that the higher the temperature, the higher the rate that carbon dioxide is removed. If the Earth warms up, there will be more evaporation
 and rainfall, resulting in a greater removal of atmospheric carbon dioxide. The reduced atmospheric carbon dioxide leads to a weakened greenhouse effect that counteracts
 the initial warming and cools the Earth back down. If the Earth cools off, the rainfall decreases, resulting in less removal of atmospheric carbon dioxide. The atmospheric carbon dioxide level will build backup because of the outgassing
 of volcanoes. A strengthened greenhouse effect counteracts the initial cooling and heats the Earth back up.


④
 Contrary to what happened to Venus, Mars had a reverse
 greenhouse effect, called a runaway refrigerator. Since Mars was slightly farther away from the Sun than the Earth, its initial temperature was slightly lower. This meant that all water vapor condensed
 to form a liquid water layer on the surface. Gaseous
 carbon dioxide dissolves
 in liquid water and can then be chemically combined with rocks. This would have happened on Mars long ago. The removal of some of the carbon dioxide caused a temperature drop further from the reduced greenhouse effect, which caused more water vapor to condense, leading to more removal of atmospheric carbon dioxide and more cooling, and so on. This feedback process finally froze the planet and left Mars’s now frozen water in a permafrost
 layer below the surface. Much evidence has proved the existence of running liquid water on Mars in its past. Some geologic features look very much like the river drainage
 systems on Earth and other features point to huge floods. The Mars Pathfinder studied martian rocks in the summer of 1997 and found some rocks are conglomerates
 (rocks made of pebbles cemented together in sand) that require flowing water to form. Abundant sand also points to widespread water long ago.

 With increased use of larger, more sophisticated boats, the industry once had a period of rapid booming, but declined recently as the number of fish has decreased. Cod, one of the most important exports from the Atlantic coast once, is a typical case.

Methods of Fossil Formation


①
 Fossils are the remains
 or traces of prehistoric plants and animals, which are buried and preserved
 in sedimentary
 rock, or trapped, in organic matter. Many factors can influence how fossils are preserved. The fossilization of an organism depends on the chemistry of the environment and on the biochemical makeup of the organism. As a result, not all organisms in a community will be preserved. The hard, indigestible
 skeletons and shells of animals and the woody material of plants are usually the best preserved. Fossils of organisms made of soft tissues that decay readily are rarer.


②
 Plants are most commonly fossilized through carbonization
 . In this process, the mobile oils in the plant’s organic matter are leached
 out and the remaining matter is reduced to a carbon film. Plants have an inner structure of rigid organic walls that may be preserved in this manner, revealing
 the framework of the original cells, whereas animals have soft tissues with a less rigid
 cellular structure and are rarely preserved through carbonization.

 Another common mode of preservation of plants is petrifaction, which is the crystallization
 of minerals inside cells. One of the best-known forms of petrifaction is silicification, a process in which silica-rich fluids enter the plant’s cells and crystallize, making the cells appear to have turned to stone (petrified). Petrifaction may also occur in animals when minerals such as calcite, silica, or iron fill the pores
 and cavities
 of shells or bones.


③
 Replacement fossilization occurs when an organism is buried in mud and its remains are replaced by N-sulfide (pyrite) or phosphate (apatite) minerals. This process may replace soft tissues, preserving rarely seen details of the organism’s anatomy. Paleontologists have used mild acids to etch
 the phosphatized fossil remains of ancient fish found in Brazil to reveal structures such as gills and muscles.


④
 There is another method of preservation called recrystallization, for many animal shells. It destroys the microscopic
 details of the shell but does not change the overall shape. Shells preserved in this way are composed of the mineral aragonite, a form of calcium carbonate that breaks down
 over millions of years to form the more stable mineral calcite. Snail shells and bivalve shells from the Jurassic Period and later are still composed principally of aragonite, while most older shells that have been preserved have recrystallized to calcite.


⑤
 The soft tissues of animals, on the other hand, are preserved only under extremely unusual conditions, and the preserved tissue usually lasts for only a short geological
 period. In the Siberian permafrost (earth that remains frozen year-round), for example, entire mammoths have been preserved in ice for thousands of years. The remains of the mammoths’ last meals have sometimes been preserved in the stomachs, allowing paleontologists
 to study the animals’ diet. Another process called mummification may occur in hot, arid climates, which can dehydrate
 organisms before their soft tissues have decayed fully. The skin itself is preserved for only a short time, but the impressions
 of the skin in the surrounding sediment can be preserved much longer if the sediment turns to rock. Paleontologists have found skin impressions of dinosaurs preserved by this method. Besides, when whole organisms become trapped and preserved in organic matter such as amber, natural asphalt, or pea, they can be preserved for millions of years, with details still intact
 of their soft tissues, such as muscles and hair-like bristles.

 In addition, acidic conditions may slowly dissolve
 away the skeletons of fossil animals preserved in rock, leaving a space where the organism used to be. The impression that is left in the rock becomes a mold
 . This process commonly occurs in fossil shells where the calcite shell dissolves easily with acid. The impression of the outside of the shell is the external mold. Sometimes the inside of the shell is filled with sediment before the shell is dissolved, leaving an internal impression of the shell called an internal mold. If the space where the shell used to be is then filled with a new mineral, the replica
 of the shell forms a cast
 . At other times, when animals walk through soft sediment such as mud, their feet, tails, and other body parts leave impressions that may harden and become preserved to form a mold. When such an impression is filled with a different sediment, the sediment that fills the mold forms a cast. Molds and casts of dinosaur tracks are relatively common and help paleontologists understand how these creatures moved.

El Niño


①
 El Niño is an oceanic and atmospheric phenomenon in the Pacific Ocean, during which unusually warm ocean conditions appear along the western coast of Ecuador and Peru, causing climatic disturbances
 of varying severity
 . The term was originally used to describe the warm southward current that appears in the region every December, but is now reserved
 for occurrences that are exceptionally
 intense and persistent
 . These occur every three to seven years and can affect climates around the world for more than a year. The name El Niño, Spanish for “the Child”, refers to the infant Jesus Christ and is applied because the current usually begins during the Christmas season. Because of the fluctuations
 in air pressure and the wind patterns in the southern Pacific that accompany El Niño, the phenomenon is known as the El Niño Southern Oscillation
 , or ENSO.


②
 Normally, the warm waters are confined
 to the western tropical Pacific, with temperatures more than 10 Celsius degrees (18 Fahrenheit degrees) higher than the eastern waters of coastal Peru and Ecuador. The air pressure is quite low over the warmer waters. Moist air rises in the region, causing the clouds and heavy rainfall characteristic of Southeastern Asia, New Guinea, and Northern Australia. In the Eastern Pacific, the water is cold and air pressure is high, creating the typically arid conditions along coastal South America. The trade winds
 blow from east to west, pushing sun-warmed surface waters westward and exposing
 cold water to the surface in the east.

 However, during El Niño, the easterly trade winds collapse
 or even reverse
 . As the slight weakening of the winds causes a modest
 change in sea surface temperatures, the warm water of the Western Pacific flows back eastward and sea surface temperatures increase significantly off the western coast of South America. As this happens, the wet weather conditions normally present in the Western Pacific move to the east, and the arid conditions common in the east appear in the west. This brings heavy rains to South America and can cause droughts in Southeastern Asia, India, and Southern Africa. It can also bring unusual weather to large parts of the United States.

 The disturbances in the climate also have an effect on the economy of various countries. This is felt particularly in coastal Peru and Ecuador. These cold water zones normally support large populations of fish, especially anchovies. The fish are caught commercially and also provide food for seabirds, whose guano is an important component
 of the regional fertilizer industry. However, few of the fish can get accustomed to the warmer, nutrient-depleted water from the west during an El Niño.

 As a result, the fish and birds die or leave the area in search of food, thus upsetting
 the economy of the region.

 ENSO conditions have actually occurred at two-to-seven-year intervals for at least the past 300 years, but most of them have been weak. There is also evidence for strong El Niño events during the early Holocene epoch 10,000 years ago. The first recorded El Niño is in the early 1500s, and it happened every four years at that time. It usually lasted for a few weeks, but major events lasted for a little longer than a year. The El Niño events that began in 1982 and in 1997 were the most severe of the 20th century. The 1982-to-1983 event caused severe droughts in Australia and Indonesia. On the other side of the Pacific Ocean, it brought an unusually large number of storms to California, USA. There were also violent rains and destructive floods in Ecuador and Peru.

The Development of Humanism


①
 The term humanism is, most often, used to describe the predominant
 social philosophy and intellectual and literary currents
 of the period from 1400 to 1650. The leading intellectual trait of the era was the revival
 of Greek and Roman studies, basing every branch of learning on the literature and culture of classical antiquity
 . Apart from this, individualism
 , a trend that had been suppressed
 by the rise of a caste
 system in the later Roman Empire, by the Church as well as by feudalism in the Middle Ages was also redeveloped by Greece and Rome to a remarkable degree
 .

 The Church asserted that rampant
 individualism was identical with arrogance, rebellion, and sin. Medieval Christianity restricted individual expression, fostered self- abnegation
 and self- annihilation
 , and demanded implicit
 faith and unquestioning obedience
 . Furthermore, the Church officially ignored man and nature.


②
 Historians pretty much agreed on the fundamental point that the humanist mentality
 stood at a point midway between medieval supernaturalism
 and the modern scientific and critical attitude. The man of the Renaissance lived, as it were, between two worlds. The world of the medieval Christian matrix
 , in which the significance of every phenomenon was ultimately determined through uniform points of view, no longer existed for him. On the other hand, he had not yet found the stability and security of a system of scientific concepts and social principles for his life. In other words, Renaissance man may indeed have found himself suspended
 between faith and reason.


③
 As the grip of medieval supernaturalism began to diminish
 , secular and human interests became more prominent
 . Individual experience in the here and now became more interesting than the shadowy afterlife
 . Reliance upon faith and God weakened. Indeed, as the age of Renaissance humanism wore on, the distinction between this world (the City of Man) and the next (the City of God) tended to disappear. Human experience, man himself, tended to become the practical measure of all things. The ideal life was no longer a monastic
 escape from society, but a full participation in it, with rich and varied human relationships.


④
 As the dominating element in the finest classical culture was aesthetic
 rather than supernatural or scientific, in the later Middle Ages, therefore, urban intellectuals were well on the road to the recovery of an aesthetic and secular
 view of life, even before the full tide of the classical revival was felt. It was only natural that pagan
 literature, with its emotional and intellectual affinity
 to the new world view, should accelerate
 the existing drift toward secularism
 and stimulate the cult
 of humanity, the worship of beauty, and especially the aristocratic attitude.


⑤
 Almost everywhere, humanism began as a rather pious
 , timid, and conservative
 drift away from medieval Christianity and ended in bold
 independence of medieval tradition. The intellectuals of antiquity, in contrast to the Christians, were relatively unconcerned about the supernatural world and the eternal destiny
 of the soul. They were primarily interested in a happy, adequate, and efficient life here on earth. Humanism was incited
 by and in turn revived this pagan scale of virtues. As a result, the humanist movement started in Italy, where the late medieval Italian writers Dante, Giovanni Boccaccio, and Francesco Petrarch contributed greatly to the discovery and preservation
 of classical works. Believing that a classical training alone could form a perfect man, the Humanists so called themselves in opposition to the Scholastics
 , and adopted the term humaniora
 (the humanities) as signifying
 the scholarship of the ancients. The collection and translation of classical manuscripts became widespread, especially among the higher clergy and nobility. The invention of printing with movable type, around the mid-15th century, gave a further impetus
 to humanism through the dissemination
 of editions of the classics. Although in Italy humanism developed principally in the fields of literature and art, in central Europe, where it was introduced chiefly by the German scholars Johann Reuchlin and Melanchthon, the movement extended into the fields of theology
 and education, and was a major underlying
 cause of the Reformation.

The division of soil horizons in geological terms:


◆O Horizon—The top layer of soil composed primarily of organic material, such as the litter of leaves and plants, insects, and microorganisms.



◆A Horizon—Also known as the topsoil, where seeds germinate and plants’ roots thrive.



◆E Horizon—Composed of sand and silt. Minerals and clay have been removed in a process known as eluviation.



◆B Horizon—Also known as the subsoil, this layer contains mineral deposits that have settled down from upper layers.



◆C Horizon—This layer is called the regolith and consists of rocks and little organic material (even roots don’t penetrate this layer).



◆R Horizon—The “R” in R horizon stands for rock and it refers to the unconsolidated rock or solid bedrock of this layer.


In some cases, scientists would include O and E Horizons in “topsoil”. Some scientists consider C Horizon to be part of the subsoil, while others consider it to be a completely separate layer; here we take the former view.

Soil Horizons


①
 Soil typically consists of layers of material, called horizons
 , which differ in both texture
 and appearance. A soil profile
 is a cross section
 of these layers, which measures the different characteristics of each layer. Although every soil from around the world differs from region to region, most soils consist of three or more layers, including the topsoil, subsoil, and bedrock.
 
[1]

 Of the three layers, the most important are the uppermost two—the topsoil and the subsoil—as they form the very essence of the soil itself. The bedrock, which is the lowermost layer, is nothing but the Earth’s crust.
 As the elements start eroding it, topsoil starts forming. Eventually, minerals from the topsoil leach
 towards the bottom, forming the more compact
 subsoil, the layer resting on top of the bedrock.


②
 Topsoil
 is the uppermost part of a soil profile and consists mainly of nutrients, organic matter and mineral particles. It can be as thin as two inches (5.1 cm) or as thick as 5 feet (1.5 m), and is often of a dark color, sometimes even black. In uncultivated areas, it may be littered
 with such organic matter as leaves, twigs, or dead animals. Microorganisms, from bacteria to fungi, populate
 the soil to start and keep active the decaying process of the organic matter. When decomposition reaches the point at which it slows down considerably, a layer humus
 is formed, enriching the topsoil with the most important of nutrients (nitrogen, phosphorous, potassium and magnesium) and drastically
 increasing its fertility level. For this reason, plants typically lay the majority of their roots in this layer.


③
 Loosely held soil particles in this layer allow the formation of pore spaces, providing both aeration
 and drainage. The amount of clay
 , silt
 and sand in relation to each other determines how well the topsoil is able to retain
 nutrients and water as well as how loose or compact it will be. We are familiar with this layer since we actively till
 it for almost any gardening activity, from sodding to cultivating roses.


④
 Residing beneath the topsoil, the subsoil
 does not have high organic matter concentrations
 but offers rich minerals for searching root systems. It is lighter in color, denser and more compact than topsoil, usually with no litter or debris present in it. Subsoil is formed through the accumulation over the years of clay and minerals leached from the topsoil when water carries them in solution
 down from the topsoil. Therefore, it generally contains an abundance of minerals. Organic matter, on the other hand, is barely
 present. The lack of nutrients and its sticky texture make the subsoil difficult, if not impossible, to cultivate. To add insult to injury, oxygen and water find it very difficult to reach it. Even if they manage to reach the subsoil, their movement will be greatly hindered
 owing to the layer’s compact nature. Plant roots can reach this layer when mineral deficiencies
 in the topsoil force them to dive deeper for nutrients.


⑤
 Due to its lack of support for plant and organism life, however, subsoil is completely free of weed seeds. This gives it a distinct advantage in relation to topsoil when it comes to maintaining
 a weed-free lawn. Indeed, most gardeners use subsoil specifically for this purpose. Besides, subsoil can be easily enriched and converted
 into topsoil by adding fertilizers, humus and compost, thereby boosting
 its nutrient and organic matter levels.


⑥
 The horizon of bedrock
 lies beneath the topsoil and subsoil to form pure rock. It actually forms the outside layer of the Earth’s crust. Organic material and root nutrients do not occur this deep in the ground, but the bedrock supplies the land with future soil components
 . For example, earthquakes and everyday tectonic plate movements expose
 this horizon to upheaval
 and eventual weathering
 at the ground surface. As a result, bedrock forms the basis for new soil creation, although at a very slow pace—it takes 1,000 years for the bedrock to generate just 1 inch of fertile topsoil. Bedrock is very hard and tough to work with and allows little, if any, water or air circulation through its tough form.

Ectothermic and Endothermic Animals


①
 The scientific classification
 of animals began in the late 18th century. At that time, animals were classified almost entirely by external features, which can sometimes be misleading
 . Presently, animals are classified according to a broader range of characteristics, including their internal anatomy
 , patterns of development, and genetic makeup
 . Guided by this more reliable classification, scientists divide the animal kingdom into approximately 30 groups, each called a phylum.


②
 The phylum more intensively studied than any other is the chordate, which includes mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians, and fish together with a collection of lesser-known organisms. The feature uniting these animals is that a series of interlocking
 bones called vertebrae is formed during their early development, giving them their name—the vertebrates. Vertebrates account for only about 2 percent of animal species; the remaining 98 percent, collectively called invertebrates, are far more numerous and diverse. The only feature these diverse creatures share in common is the lack of a backbone.


③
 On land, some invertebrates manage to overcome
 the problem of cold by using muscles to warm themselves. For example, many large moths and bumblebees use a special form of shivering to raise their body temperature to 35°C (95°F) before they take off, which allows them to fly in cool weather. But in invertebrates as a whole, temperature regulation
 is very unusual. In vertebrates, on the other hand, it has developed to a high degree.

 Vertebrates are customarily divided into cold-blooded and warm-blooded animals, but these labels are not very precise. Biologists normally use the terms ectotherm
 and endotherm
 to describe temperature regulation more accurately. An ectotherm is an animal whose temperature is dictated
 by its surroundings, while an endotherm is one that keeps its body at a constant warm temperature by generating
 internal heat.

 Reptiles, amphibians, and fish are ectotherms. Although they do not maintain a constant warm temperature, some of these animals do manage to raise or lower their body temperatures. They do this by behavioral means, such as basking
 in direct sunshine when the surrounding air is cool or resting in the shade to cool down. Because the body temperatures of these ectothermic animals are determined by their surroundings, they cannot control the speed at which their body systems work. Therefore, in cold weather, they become sluggish
 , and some enter a state of reduced activity, or torpor
 , which is similar to hibernation
 .


⑥
 Mammals and birds are endotherms. These animals generate enough heat through their metabolic
 processes, and they retain it by having insulating
 layers of fat, fur, or feathers. Meanwhile, heat is lost through radiation
 from the skin and by the evaporation of water vapor. Perspiring
 (evaporation through pores in the skin) and panting
 (evaporation through pores in the mouth) are common temperature regulators in warm-blooded animals. These processes are controlled involuntarily
 by the brain. The cells of the body in warm-blooded animals operate most efficiently within a narrow range of temperatures. In humans, the designed body temperature is 37°C (98.6°F), although 36.4°C and 37.2°C (97.5°F and 99°F) are within normal limits. If body temperature is too high, the functions of the cells may become impaired
 or the cells themselves damaged; if too low, the rate at which foodstuffs are metabolized decreases. Because their bodies are always warm, endothermic animals can remain active in some of the coldest conditions on earth.

 For a long time, it is unclear whether dinosaurs were purely endothermic like modern mammals or ectothermic like modern reptiles. In early 2000 scientists used X rays to view the chest cavity
 of a dinosaur fossil found in South Dakota. Computerized three-dimensional imaging revealed
 the remains of what is thought to be the first example of a dinosaur heart ever discovered. The heart appears to contain four chambers
 with a single aorta, a structure that more closely resembles
 the heart of a bird or mammal than the heart of any living reptile. The structure of the heart suggests that the dinosaur may have had a high metabolic rate that is more like that of an active warm-blooded animal than that of a cold-blooded reptile.

Faint Young Sun Paradox


①
 In the Archean Eon
 about 2.5 billion to 4 billion years ago, before the first advanced life appeared on the planet, the Sun was only about 70 percent as bright as it is today. This means the amount of heat felt on Earth was much less, and the Earth’s surface should have been frozen. However, ancient rocks at Isua near the southwest coast of Greenland indicate liquid water and even life was present on Earth about 3.8 billion years ago, which suggests that Earth’s climate then was warm enough to keep the water from freezing, even though the Sun back then should not have provided the heat needed.

 This contradiction
 between the cold Earth that apparently
 should have existed and the temperate
 Earth that apparently did exist is known as the “faint young sun paradox
 ”. Until now, many experimental simulations
 have been carried out in an attempt to explain this enigma
 , yet no certain result has been reached yet.


②
 The most popular explanation was that there was a higher concentration
 of greenhouse gases such as carbon dioxide in the atmosphere than today. This explanation assumes
 that just as the average temperature of the Earth is getting higher today because there are more greenhouse gases than there were before the Industrial Revolution, the presence of high concentrations of greenhouse gases like carbon dioxide should have kept the early Earth warm. Yet for greenhouse gases to explain the faint young sun paradox, their concentrations would need to have been extremely high, hundreds to thousands of times as much as today; while scientists analyzing relatively pristine 3.8-billion-year-old rocks from Isua find no evidence that greenhouse gas levels were high enough to explain the faint young sun paradox, further deepening the mystery.

 Another explanation is proposed
 by Eric Wolf from the University of Colorado-Boulder and his team. After a lot of lab simulations, they conclude that a thick organic haze
 , made up primarily of methane
 and nitrogen chemical byproducts
 created by reactions with light, may have enshrouded
 the early Earth several billion years ago, protecting emerging life on the planet from the damaging effects of ultraviolet radiation, while warming the planet as well. The arrival of the Cassini spacecraft at Saturn in 2004 has allowed scientists to study Titan, the only moon in the solar system with both a dense atmosphere and liquid on its surface. The Earth haze, Wolf believes, may have been similar to the haze that covers Titan. By the way, this new study will also likely reignite
 interest in the controversial
 experiment by scientists Stanley Miller and Harold Urey in the 1950s in which methane, ammonia, nitrogen and water were combined in a test tube and run through by an electrical current to simulate the effects of lightning or powerful UV radiation, the result being the creation of a small pool of amino acids, the building blocks of life.

 Recently, the impressions
 of raindrops, which fell from the heavens some 2.7 billion years ago and were preserved
 in ancient volcanic ash that later fossilized were discovered in ancient rock in South Africa, shedding new light on
 the paradox. Since pressure rises in
 direct proportion to
 the amount of gas in the atmosphere, researchers can calculate the amounts of gases by testing the pressure in the early atmosphere. To do this, Sanjoy Som, an astrobiologist at NASA’s Ames Research Center in California and his colleagues dropped water droplets from a seven-storey height and measured the size of the imprints they made in a pan of volcanic ash from an Icelandic volcano. They concluded that the ancient atmospheric pressure was no more than twice what it is today, which suggests the ancient Earth couldn’t have had anywhere near the level of greenhouse gases as other researchers had suggested earlier. Given that, we still don’t have a solid explanation as to how the planet stayed warm.

Origin of European Architecture


①
 Early Western architecture originates
 from Greek culture, including the architecture that developed on mainland Greece (Helladic) and in the basin of the Aegean Sea (Minoan) before the arrival in about 1000 BC of the Ionians and the Dorians. After the collapse
 of the Minoan and Mycenaean civilization, Greece entered a difficult period historically known as the Dark Age (1200 BC—700 BC). As often occurs with social turmoils, the population within these years dropped dramatically, and most people lived in small groups that moved constantly in accordance with their new pastoral
 lifestyle and livestock needs

 . Therefore, architecture then was extinct
 in Greece until the 7th century when urban life and prosperity recovered
 to a point where public building could be undertaken
 .

 Since most Greek buildings in the Archaic and early Classical periods were made of wood or mud-brick, nothing remains of them except a few ground-plans
 , and there are almost no written sources on early architecture or descriptions of buildings. Most of our knowledge of Greek architecture comes from the few surviving
 buildings of the Classical, Hellenistic and Roman periods (since Roman architecture heavily copied Greek architecture).

 The standard format
 of Greek public buildings is well-known from surviving examples, and even more so from Roman buildings built partly on the Greek model. The building was usually either a cube
 or a rectangle
 made from limestone, of which Greece has abundance, and which was cut into large blocks and dressed. Marble was an expensive building material in Greece: high-quality marble came only from Mt. Pentelus in Attica and from a few islands such as Paros, and its transportation in large blocks was difficult. It was used mainly for sculptural
 decoration, not structurally, except in the very grandest buildings of the Classical period.

 There were two main styles (or “orders
 ”) of Greek architecture, the Doric and the Ionic, as well as one minor style, the Corinthian

 . The Doric order was the earliest of these, known from the 7th century BC and reaching its mature form in the 5th century BC. In their original
 Greek versions, Doric columns stood directly on the flat pavement (the stylobate) of a temple without a base; their vertical shafts
 were fluted
 with parallel concave grooves
 ; and they were topped
 by a smooth capital
 that flared
 from the column to meet a square abacus
[3]

 at the intersection with the horizontal beam (“entablature”) that they carried. The Doric order was more formal and austere
 and predominated
 on the mainland and in the western colonies. The acknowledged Doric masterpiece is the Parthenon (448—432 BC) crowning the Athens Acropolis.

 The thinner and more elegant Ionic order developed more or less 
concurrently

 with Doric order. It originated in the mid-6th century BC in Ionia, the southwestern coastland and islands of Asia Minor settled by Ionian Greeks. Unlike the Greek Doric order, Ionic columns normally stand on a base which separates the shaft of the column from the stylobate or platform. The capital of the Ionic column is often characterized by a paired scrolling
 design called volutes
 which are laid on the molded cap (“echinus”) of the column, or spring from within it. Most of the early examples are gone, but Ionic was used inside the Propylaea (begun 437 BC) and in the Erechtheum (begun in 421 BC), both on the Athens Acropolis.

 The more ornate
 Corinthian order may be seen as an enriched
 development of the Ionic capital, though one may have to look closely at a Corinthian capital to see the Ionic volutes at the corners, perhaps reduced in size and importance, scrolling out above the two ranks of leaves, and the smaller volutes scrolling inwards to meet each other on each side. It has the advantage of facing equally in four directions and is therefore more adaptable than Ionic for corners.

Shyness


①
 Shyness is the feeling of apprehension
 , lack of comfort, or awkwardness
 experienced when a person is in proximity
 to, approaching, or being approached
 by other people, especially in new situations or with unfamiliar people. It is found that fear is positively
 related to shyness, suggesting that fearful children are much more likely to develop into being shy as opposed to less fearful children.

 The initial causes of shyness vary
 . Scientists believe they have located genetic
 data supporting the hypothesis that shyness is at least partially genetic. In one study, parents completed
 measures of current and general affect
 
[1]

 states, a three-trial circle drawing task that measured motivational
 behaviors and six personality scales that investigated traits related to shyness (i.e., degree of extroversion
 , sociality, and avoidance). In addition, the parents also had an electroencephalographic (EEG) recording cap and electrooculogram electrodes fastened
 to them for the purpose of measuring physiological
 responses to anxiousness.

 The authors concluded that parents of inhibited
 children tended to display
 higher levels of anxiety. This parental anxiety was positively correlated
 with behavioral inhibition of the children in the study, suggesting a biological influence on shyness. This anxiety was especially triggered
 in unfamiliar situations. As a consequence of anxiety, parents with inhibited children displayed decreased extroversion, increased social avoidance, and shyness. The authors related that the occurrence
 of shyness in children was based on a diathesis, whereby behavioral inhibition was both genetic and environmentally triggered. While parents are not seen as the sole
 cause of a child’s shyness, they are believed to establish conditions in which shyness is possible.

 Apart from genetic impact, neurological
 factor also contributes to shyness. In a physiological study of personality, researchers examined brain reactivity
 to emotional stimuli
 and its impact on personality. This study was based upon the “Big Five”
[2]

 factor personality traits, specifically extraversion and neuroticism. The study solely utilized
 women, as they were considered to be more emotionally reactive when compared to men. Each of the 14 adult participants was asked to scan
 a series of 20 positive and 20 negative pictures and rate
 each on a scale of 1 through 9 in terms of arousal
 and emotional impact, while their brain activation patterns were monitored
 by functional magnetic resonance imaging. The authors highlighted
 that while participants scanned identical pictures, the emotional experiences were 
individualized

 . The emotional intensity of the response was a result of brain reactivity.

 The researchers concluded that specific areas of the brain were activated
 when participants were presented with either positive or negative stimuli. Overall, stronger brain activation to positive images was positively correlated with extraversion and localized
 to cortical and subcortical areas of the brain and amygdala. The authors found that as neuroticism increased, extraversion decreased. Two factors associated with shyness, increased neuroticism and decreased extroversion, as occurred in the brain reactivity to emotional stimuli.

 The neuroticism factor is considered especially important because it is linked to the feelings of anxiousness and apprehension. As a personality trait, neuroticism has been described as feeling lonely, even when in the presence of others, and feeling worried and tense without identifiable
 causes. Some research has shown that those high in neuroticism may be more likely to react with fear, the emotion that maintains shyness. Cognitively
 , the specific fears or worries that reinforce
 shyness are related to how a person believes he or she is perceived
 by others. Neurologically, when pictures were presented that could evoke
 negative emotions, those who scored
 high in neuroticism measures appear to experience higher brain reactivity in the left hemisphere of the temporal lobe.

 The neurological contribution to shyness was further enhanced
 by a study which showed how shy and non-shy preschool students processed
 emotion differently. Overall, they found that shy children displayed significantly stronger EEG activity in the right central part of the brain while at rest when compared with non-shy children. And shy children showed the strongest EEG responses with clips that elicited
 fear. They perceived the video clips with negative emotions more intensely when compared to the non-shy children.

Estuaries


①
 Estuaries
 are partially enclosed
 bodies of water where incoming seawater is mixed with fresh water coming from the land. Examples of estuaries include bays, sounds, salt marshes, mangrove forests, mud flats, swamps, inlets, and sloughs. Because of the difference in density
 between fresh water and salt water, salt water will move into the estuary along the bottom, while fresh water will flow downstream to the ocean along the surface. This results in a mixed condition with layers. Life in an estuary is an interesting and diverse mix of land and sea creatures. Plants also thrive
 because of the nutrient-rich soil and the available water.


②
 In almost all estuaries the salinity
 of the water changes constantly over the tidal cycle. To survive in these conditions, plants and animals living in estuaries must be able to respond quickly to drastic
 changes in salinity. Plants and animals that can tolerate
 only slight changes in salinity are called stenohaline. These organisms usually live in either freshwater or saltwater environments. Those that can tolerate a wide range of salinity are called euryhaline. There are fewer euryhaline than stenohaline organisms because it requires a lot of energy to adapt to
 constantly-changing salinity. Organisms that can do this are rare and special. Some organisms evolved
 to have special physical structures to cope with changing salinity. The smooth cord grass found in salt marshes, for example, has special filters
 on its roots to remove salts from the water it absorbs. This plant also expels
 excess salt through its leaves.

 Estuaries host
 varied sorts of species. Some species complete their whole life cycle within these transitional
 waters and are often referred to as truly estuarine species. They are mostly hardy
 , stress-tolerant species able to handle salinity shifts
 and highly suspended
 solid levels. Not many species can perform well under such conditions, thus the estuarine ecosystems are typically characterized
 by a relatively low diversity in species, compared to freshwater or full salinity conditions. Freshwater species are becoming less abundant with increasing salinity and are gradually replaced by marine organisms down the estuary, with some truly estuarine species found at intermediate
 salinities. This pattern is reflected
 by the overall species richness, where the least diverse fauna
 is found at salinity levels of between 5 and 18 PSU.

 Apart from the permanent
 dwellers, estuaries play host to a number of visitors. Some of them have to travel through estuaries on their migratory
 route, being either anadromous (spawn
 in freshwater and feed and grow at sea) or catadromous (spawn at sea and feed and grow in freshwater). Just as nurseries provide young plants and flowers with sheltered space to thrive, so the estuaries offer spawning fish and juvenile fish the absence of many of the marine predators and rich particulate
 food supply.

 Many species that normally live under full salinity conditions, such as salmons, sea-run cutthroat trouts and herrings, spend their early stage in these estuaries. Actually estuaries have frequently been called the “nurseries of the sea”. In these protected environments, young fish can quickly grow and gradually become accustomed to
 salt water.

 Even though estuarine ecosystems are usually species-poor, they maintain a high productive throughput
 of invertebrate fauna. This productivity provides rich feeding opportunities for a range of higher consumers. Some marine predators are well equipped to cope with
 reduced salinity and frequently penetrate
 the estuaries in search of food. Besides, retreating
 tides make the estuarine beds available to terrestrial
 predators, of which birds take the greatest share. Estuarine sand and mudflats that are periodically
 exposed to air support a variety of bird fauna in high densities. This value of estuaries has been long recognized and many estuarine sand and mudflats have been designated
 as Special Protection Areas (SPA) under the EU Birds Directive.

 Apart from being the habitat for aquatic
 creatures, estuaries have also attracted and supported a large amount of human populations. About 40 percent of the world’s population lives within 60 miles of the coast, and 22 of the 32 largest cities are located on estuaries. Estuaries have important commercial value and their resources provide economic benefits for tourism, fisheries, and recreational
 activities. The protected coastal waters of estuaries also support important public infrastructure
 , serving as harbors and ports vital for shipping and transportation.

Early Development of Deep-sea Exploration


①
 Deep-sea exploration started off with a series of expeditions
 to measure the depth of the ocean using lead sounding lines in the early 19th century. In 1818 Sir John Ross, uncle of Sir James Clark Ross (a famous marine explorer), took part in an expedition to locate the northwest passage in the Arctic Ocean, and pulled up a basket star (a relative of the starfish) from 1.6 km depth whilst carrying out sounding surveys. Years later, his nephew James also found lots of animals living at 1.8 km depth on the Antarctic continental slope
 . Discoveries like these filled Victorian scientists with excitement and sent them looking for more deep-sea animals.


②
 However, the prevailing attitudes among scientists at the time to whether deep sea holds life only ranged from the doubtful to the denial.
 
[1]

 Many scientists believed that the deep sea was an empty, barren
 place. Based on the reasoning that pressure increases with depth, they postulated
 that at certain point in the sea the pressure would be too high for any organism to bear. Besides, it was then well-known that light was refracted
 by water, whereby the visible spectrum
 got filtered
 out; and without the energy from the sun’s rays warming the deep waters, it could be reasoned that it must be freezingly cold down there. In fact, some earlier scientists thought the bottom of the sea must be ice. Therefore, many scientists believed that the darkness, cold, and great pressure would prevent life from flourishing
 , and some studies seemed to confirm
 this theory. Between 1841 and 1842, scientist Edward Forbes carried out research in the Aegean Sea, dredging
 the seabed for deep-sea fauna, but he didn’t find much. In 1843 he published his “azoic hypothesis” —that beyond 0.6 km depth there was no life.


③
 We now know that Forbes was just a bit unlucky: though not known at the time, the Aegean Sea was a poor choice for a study site. First of all, it is not very deep and we now know it is not a very productive area. Oligotrophic waters (meaning with few nutrients) are defined
 as containing less than 80 grams of carbon per square meter. And the central Aegean Sea has about 30 grams of carbon per square meter. With very few plankton
 at the surface, there is very little food that falls down to support the denizens
 of the deep. Second, Had Forbes actually been in a productive area, he still might not have found much life in the deep because he was using a dredge that was modified
 from the ones used by oystermen. It was inadequately designed to sample
 the muddy deep seafloor. The mouth of the dredge was narrow while the bag was small, and there were vents
 only in middle of the sides. The dredge would immediately fill up with mud and thereafter become a wrecking ball let loose upon the seafloor until it was brought up.


④
 As it happened, Forbes’s theory created a lot of controversy
 amongst scientists, and luckily, fuelled
 more deep-sea research. Charles Wyville Thompson and a contemporary, W.B. Carpenter, went on to carry out research in the deep waters off Northwest Britain and the Iberian Peninsula aboard the HMS Lightning (1868) and the HMS Porcupine (1869 and 1870). They collected sediments from 4.3 km depth, and found that the clay ooze they collected was almost entirely made up of the skeletal remains of plankton.


⑤
 Another exploration, the Challenger Expedition was carried out shortly afterwards, between 1872 and 1876, and was perhaps one of the most famous early deep-sea explorations because it laid the foundations for what we know today. Prior to
 the Challenger Expedition, very little was known about the shape of the deep-sea floor or its fauna. Charles Wyville Thompson was part of this expedition as well, as the chief scientist on board. On its 130,000 km journey, the HMS Challenger carried out a series of sounding surveys providing the most comprehensive
 view of the deep-sea floor to date and discovered up to 4,700 species new to science. Some of the newly-discovered fauna came from trawls
 taken at over 5 km depth.

 The last major deep-sea frontier was broken between 1950 and 1952, when the Danish research ship, the Galathea, collected sediments and animals from 10.19 km deep in the Philippine Trench. At this depth the pressure is about 7 tons per square inch, equivalent
 to two elephants sitting on a person’s head. The expedition proved that animals could survive at this depth—the sample they collected contained mussels, shrimps, and even sea anemones.

The Early Earth and the Formation of Life


①
 The Earth was formed about 4.5 billion years ago from the swirling
 dust and gas remnants
 of an old star’s supernova
 explosion. As the molten
 mass from the Earth’s interior settled and cooled, a solid crust
 soon formed, probably within as few as about 150 million years, along with a rudimentary
 atmosphere. Unlike the modern atmosphere, in which oxygen is an essential element, this early atmosphere was composed largely of carbon dioxide, water vapor and nitrogen, with nearly no oxygen present.

 Then a near-catastrophic collision
 with another planet happened (which created the Moon in the process), which many scientists believed have caused the Earth to cool down. As the temperature dropped, water vapor from volcanoes condensed
 in the atmosphere, fell as rain, and collected on the Earth’s surface to gradually form the early ocean. This perhaps occurred within 750 million years of the Earth’s formation (about 3.8 billion years ago). At this point, even though the environment (including the constant bombardment
 by asteroids and prodigious
 volcanic activity) would have been highly hazardous
 to life, the necessary ingredients
 were all present in some form or another: liquid water, chemical building blocks (usually taken to be the six elements: oxygen, hydrogen, carbon, nitrogen, sulphur and phosphorus) and some kind of energy source.

 Liquid water is considered essential to the initial
 development of life for several reasons. First, it offers the right temperature for chemical reactions to happen; second, many chemicals dissolve easily in water, allowing them to mix together and react; finally, many chemicals have parts which are attracted
 to water and parts which are repelled
 by it, which also helps reactions happen. Carbon is important because of its ability to form long chain-like molecules
 (carbon chains form the backbone of organic molecules). Hydrogen and oxygen as well as nitrogen can all bond
 with carbon in many different ways, and large molecules made from carbon, hydrogen, oxygen and nitrogen also tend to be very stable. All chemical reactions need an energy source to drive them, whether it be ultraviolet light from the Sun or electrical energy from lightning or chemical energy from deep-sea vents
 , all of which would have been available on the early Earth.

 Cyanobacteria (also known as blue-green algae), one of the earliest types of prokaryotic bacteria, formed into colonies or mats called stromatolites. Their fossilized remains have been found in Australia dating back to between 3.4 and 2.8 billion years ago. Ancient as their origins are, these bacteria (which are still around today) were already biologically complex, with cell walls protecting their protein-producing DNA, so scientists think it likely that life actually began much earlier, perhaps as early as 3.8 billion years ago.

 These early cyanobacteria were the first oxygen-producing, evolving, phototropic
 organisms. Their existence had a major impact on the early Earth’s environment as they fed off atmospheric carbon dioxide and converted
 much of it into marine sediments consisting of the shells of sea creatures. Apart from reducing the carbon dioxide content of the atmosphere, it also started to produce oxygen. Other photosynthesizing
 plants evolved later continued this process, leading to the buildup of increasing levels of oxygen in the atmosphere, as well as the release
 of nitrogen into the atmosphere as the oxygen reacted with ammonia. Eventually, a layer of ozone
 formed in the atmosphere, which better protected early life forms from ultraviolet radiation. While oxygen was apparently not needed for the origination
 of life on Earth, the rapid explosion
 of life began only after oxygen became abundant.

 The first eukaryotic cells (organisms with one or more complex cells, each of which contains a nucleus and is surrounded by a membrane
 that holds the cell’s genetic material) evolved sometime between 2.5 and 1.7 billion years ago, perhaps coincident
 with the rise in atmospheric oxygen to a level able to support this more complex life. The nucleus is present in these cells and is able to hold and protect complex molecules such as RNA and DNA. As recently as the 1970s, a whole new group of single-celled organisms known as archaea was discovered, which is now recognized as a third domain of life, completely separate from both prokaryotes and eukaryotes. Many scientists believe archaea to be the common ancestor of both prokaryotes and eukaryotes, and may represent the oldest form of life on Earth.

Ways of Treating Oil Spill


①
 Oil spill refers to the leakage
 of petroleum from an oil tanker or other vessel
 . If not treated properly, such spilled petroleum would greatly impact human health and the environment. In some cases when the possibility of the oil polluting coastal regions or marine industries is small, the best method is to leave the oil alone to disperse
 by natural means. A combination of wind, sun, current, and wave action will rapidly disperse and evaporate
 most oils. In most cases, however, additional means have to be employed to minimize
 the potential damage. Since no two oil spills are the same, the key to effectively combating
 spills is careful selection and proper use of the equipment and materials best suited to the type of oil and the conditions at the spill site including its geographic
 isolation, weather conditions, body of water, and type of shoreline. Broadly speaking, there are four main methods of response.


②
 Mechanical containment or recovery is the primary line of defense
 against oil spills in many countries. It mainly includes a variety of booms, barriers, and skimmers, which are used to capture
 and store the spilled oil until it can be disposed
 of properly. Spilt oil floats on water and initially
 forms a slick
 that is a few millimeters thick. The employment of various types of containment
 equipment is either to surround and isolate this slick, or to block the passage of the slick to vulnerable
 areas such as the intake of a desalination plant or fish-farm pens or other sensitive locations. Boom types vary from inflatable
 neoprene tubes to solid but buoyant material. Some are designed to sit flush on tidal flats while others are applicable
 to deeper water and have skirts which hang down about a meter below the waterline. Skimmers that are contained within the boom often float across the top of the slick and suck or scoop
 the oil into storage tanks on nearby vessels or on the shore.

 Chemical methods
 can be used in conjunction
 with mechanical means for containing and cleaning up oil spills. They mainly involve the use of dispersants
 to break up the oil and speed its natural biodegradation
 . Dispersants act by reducing the surface tension and hence stopping oil and water from mixing. Small droplets
 of oil are then formed, which helps promote rapid dilution
 of the oil by water movements. The formation of small droplets also increases the oil surface area, thus increasing the exposure
 to natural evaporation and bacterial action. Dispersants are most effective when used within an hour or two of the initial spill. However, they are not appropriate for all oils and all locations. Besides, inappropriate dispersion of oil through the water column can affect marine organisms like deep-water corals and sea grass, and can also cause oil to be temporarily
 accumulated in subtidal seafood. Therefore, decisions on whether or not to use dispersants to combat an oil spill must be made in each individual case, according to the time since the spill, the weather conditions, the particular environment involved, and the type of oil which has been spilt.


④
 A biological method is another means to speed up the oil’s natural biodegradation apart from chemical method. Yet unlike dispersants, introducing biological agents to the spill hastens
 biodegradation in a different way. Most of the components
 of oil washed up along a shoreline can be broken down by bacteria and other microorganisms into harmless substances such as fatty acids and carbon dioxide. Biological agents are mainly fertilizing
 nutrients like nitrogen and phosphorous that can 
stimulate

 the growth of these microorganisms thereby will speed up the oil’s natural biodegradation process. However the effectiveness of this technique depends on factors such as whether the ground treated has sand or pebbles and whether the fertilizer is water soluble
 and applied in pellet or liquid form.

 When the leaked oil has moved from ocean areas into the seashore, physical methods are often used to clean up shorelines.

Pest-Control Methods


①
 Pesticides
 are substances or the mixture of substances intended for preventing, destroying, repelling
 or mitigating
 any pest. Its target pests can include insects, plant pathogens, weeds, or any other animals and organisms that harm crops, destroy property, cause nuisance
 , spread disease or are vectors
 for disease. Early methods mainly used chemicals to combat
 pest attacks of different types. Yet as these chemical pesticides’ potential toxicity
 to humans and other animals was identified
 and confirmed during the 1960s, many other pest-control methods were introduced.


②
 Man has used chemicals for pest control for a long time. For example, an early method to protect wood from fungal attack was to paint it with Falu Red paint, which contains copper and zinc. The use of pesticides in agriculture 
took off

 during the middle of the 1900s. DDT, perhaps the best-known environmental toxin, and a few other organic compounds
 were introduced during the 1940s when knowledge of synthetic
 chemicals increased rapidly as a result of research into chemical weapons during World War Ⅱ. As a result, many of the early insecticides were closely related to nerve gases, operating by affecting the nervous system either through disrupting
 the sodium/potassium balance of the nerve fiber or through inhibiting
 the enzyme that regulates
 acetylcholine, a neurotransmitter.


③
 The use of chemical pesticides greatly increased production in many fields and ameliorated
 vector-borne diseases; however, they have also resulted in serious health implications
 to man and his environment. Therefore, since the discovery that DDT was preventing many fish-eating birds from reproducing in the 1960s, which was a serious threat to biodiversity
 , the agricultural use of DDT has been banned
 in many countries together with the restrictions of many other chemical pesticides.

 A common alternative to chemical pesticides is biological pesticides. Biopesticides mainly refer to certain types of pesticides derived from
 such natural materials as animals, plants, bacteria, and certain minerals. They fall into three major classes: Microbial Pesticides, Plant-Incorporated Protectants and Biochemical Pesticides.

 Microbial Pesticides consist of a microorganism
 such as a bacterium, fungus, virus or protozoan as the active ingredient. Each strain of this microorganism produces a different mix of proteins that can bind
 to a larval gut receptor, thereby causing the insect larvae
 to starve. Plant-Incorporated Protectants are pesticidal substances that plants produce from genetic material that has been added to the plant. For example, scientists can take the gene for the Bt
[1]

 pesticidal protein, and introduce the gene into the plant’s own genetic material, in which case the plant, instead of the Bt bacterium, will manufacture the substance that destroys the pest.

 Biochemical Pesticides are naturally-occurring substances that control pests by non-toxic mechanisms. Conventional pesticides, by contrast, are generally synthetic materials that directly kill or inactivate
 the pest. Biochemical pesticides include substances, such as insect sex pheromones that interfere with
 mating, as well as various scented plant extracts
 that attract insect pests to traps.


⑥
 Apart from chemical and biological pesticides, there are other pest-control methods including methods of cultivation
 and methods of interfering with insect breeding. Cultivation practices include polyculture (growing multiple types of plants), crop rotation
 , planting crops in areas where the pests that damage them do not live, timing planting according to when pests will be least problematic, and use of trap crops that attract pests away from the real crops. Interfering with insects’ reproduction can be accomplished by sterilizing
 males of the target species and releasing
 them, so that they mate with females but do not produce offspring. Another alternative is the thermal
 treatment of soil through steam, which kills pest and increases soil health.

 In recent years, practicing Integrated Pest Management (IPM) became more and more popular which can reduce the quantity of chemical pesticides entering the environment. IPM is a process consisting of the balanced
 use of cultivational, biological, and chemical procedures that are environmentally compatible
 , economically feasible
 , and socially acceptable to reduce pest populations to tolerable
 levels. It is based on four steps: first, taking preventive
 measures to prevent pest buildup; second, regularly checking the area for early detection
 and proper identification of pests; third, assessing the potential
 for pest populations to reach an intolerable level; once a pest has reached the intolerable level, appropriate actions will be taken to bring down the pest population as well as to prevent loss or damage.

History of Physical Geography


①
 Most individuals define geography as a field of study that deals with maps, which is only partially
 correct. A better definition of geography may be the study of natural and human-constructed phenomena relative to
 a spatial dimension
 . Under this definition, geography is often divided into two major branches: physical geography and human geography. Physical geography is a scientific discipline
 that addresses the distribution
 of natural features and processes within a spatial, or geographical, reference
 frame. Its history is often intertwined
 with developments in human geography, which involves all phases
 of human social life in relation to the physical Earth.


②
 The history of physical geography spans
 nearly four thousand years. The main purpose of early investigations was to map features and places observed as explorers traveled to new lands. At this stage, Chinese, Egyptian, and Phoenician civilizations were beginning to explore the places and spaces within and outside their homelands. The earliest evidence of such explorations comes from the archaeological discovery of a Babylonian clay tablet map that dates back to 2300 BC.

 The early Greeks were the first civilization to practice
 a form of geography that was more than mere map-making or cartography. Greek philosophers and scientists were interested in learning about spatial nature of human and physical features found on Earth, as is manifested
 by Herodotus’ volumes that described the humans and the physical geography of various regions of the Persian Empire. They were also interested in the form, size, and geometry
 of the Earth. Aristotle (about 384—322 BC) hypothesized
 and scientifically demonstrated that the Earth had a spherical
 shape and evidence for this idea came from observations of lunar eclipses
 which occur when the Earth casts

 , however, were forgotten during the Middle Ages, for the most part from the 5th to 13th centuries AD. In Europe, the Vikings of Scandinavia were the only group of people at the time still carrying out active exploration of new lands. The idea of a spherical Earth did not resurface
 until the Renaissance when European navigators
 , including Christopher Columbus, Ferdinand Magellan, and Sir Francis Drake, explored the oceans and the Americas. In 1492 Martin Behaim created a spherical globe
 depicting the Earth in its true three-dimensional
 form, which was a significant advance over two-dimensional maps because it created a more realistic depiction of the Earth’s shape and surface configuration

 European colonization and exploration of the American frontier that took place from the late 1700s to the early 1900s not only resulted in increasingly detailed physical geographic studies but also had a great effect on the further development of physical geography. The European search of raw materials required by industries during the Industrial Revolution fostered
 the creation of geography departments in the universities of the colonial powers
 and the birth and development of national geographical societies, thus giving rise to the process identified by Horacio Capel as the institutionalization
 of geography. The other important influence during the 1900s is the evolution theory by Darwin which suggested that natural selection determined which individuals would pass on their genetic traits to future generations. As a result of this theory, evolutionary explanations for a variety of natural phenomena were postulated
 by scientists, which meant an important impetus
 in the development of biogeography, an important branch in physical geography.

 Physical geography underwent
 a quantitative
 revolution beginning in the 1950s, when geographic investigations became more scientifically rigorous
 . Since then, the central focus of research in physical geography became measurement, with which also came mapping, models, statistics
 , mathematics, and hypothesis testing. The quantitative revolution was also associated with
 a change in the way in which physical geographers studied the Earth and its phenomena. Researchers now began investigating the process rather than mere description of the environment. This revolution continues today with ever-improving geographical methods and tools like satellite-aided navigation using the Global Positioning System (GPS), and images of the Earth collected from space.

Seagrass

 Seagrasses are submerged
 flowering plants that have evolved
 from terrestrial plants and have become specialized to live in the marine or brackish
 environment. Contrary to algae
 or seaweeds, seagrasses have flowers, roots, and specialized cells to transport nutrients within a plant, which makes them similar to land plants.

 Seagrasses use sunlight and photosynthesis to make food. Because photosynthesis requires light, they need to be close to the water’s surface. And seagrasses get nutrients from their roots, which also anchor
 them to the bottom. Therefore, they are mostly found in protected coastal waters such as bays, lagoons, and estuaries
 where the water is shallow
 enough to allow the plants to get both the nutrients and the sunlight that they need.

 Seagrasses are able to tolerate
 a wide range of climates, located as far north as Alaska and as far south as the equator in the northern hemisphere
 . They can withstand
 temperatures as low as negative 6 degrees Celsius to those as high as 40.5 degrees Celsius. Besides, seagrasses can grow in salinity
 that range from fresh water to 42 parts per thousand (ppt).

 believed it was necessary to invent architecture that expressed the spirit of a new age and would surpass
 the styles, materials, and technologies of earlier architecture.

 to tie building elements together, but after the erection of Ironbridge it took on a new role as a primary structural material. At around the same time, another Englishman experimented
 with a compound
 of lime, clay, sand, and iron slag to produce concrete.

 One of the most spectacular
 examples of early iron construction was the Crystal Palace in London, England, designed by English architect Joseph Paxton to house
 the Great Exhibition of 1851. Spreading over 7.3 hectares (18 acres), the building consisted entirely of panels of glass set within iron frames. Paxton adapted
 two major features of the Industrial Revolution to the architecture of the Crystal Palace: mass production (in the manufactured glass panels and iron frames) and the use of iron rather than traditional masonry (stones or brick). He managed to erect
 this vast building in less than six months, a feat
 he accomplished by detailed planning and by prefabrication
 of the building parts off-site
 .


④
 Improvements in concrete ran parallel
 to the developments in iron and steel technology. In 1892 French engineer Franois Hennebique combined the strengths of both in a new system of construction based on concrete reinforced
 with steel. His invention was of tremendous significance in the history of architecture, making possible previously unimaginable
 effects: extremely-thin walls with large areas of glass, roofs that cantilever (project
 out from their supports) to previously impossible distances, enormous spans
 without supporting columns or beam, and corners formed of glass rather than stone, brick, or wood.

 One of the earliest architects to experiment with these new effects was Belgian architect-engineer Auguste Perret, whose 1903 apartment building on Rue Franklin in Paris, France, exemplified
 basic principles of steel reinforcement. On the facade, Perret clearly separated the structural elements of steel-reinforced concrete from the exterior
 walls, which were simply decorative
 panels or windows rather than structural necessities. The reinforced concrete structure also eliminated
 the need for interior walls to support any weight, permitting a floor plan of unprecedented
 openness. Perret’s building stood eight stories high, with two additional stories set back from the front of the building.


⑥
 The construction of buildings taller than Perret’s was made possible by the safety elevator and other architectural improvements. Architects in Chicago were the first to exploit
 the possibilities offered by the elevator in combination with the new steel and concrete technologies. And following a disastrous fire in 1871, William Le Baron Jenney devised
 a solution to the problem of fireproof
 construction for tall buildings by substituting
 steel in the structural system for cast iron
 , which melts at high temperatures. He continued to clad
 the building’s exterior with traditional masonry, however.


⑦
 Architect Daniel H. Burnham and Charles B. Atwood took Jenney’s system yet stripped
 away the ornamentation
 characteristic of most buildings at that time and instead used tall windows to emphasize the beauty of the building’s skyward thrust. Most importantly, they eliminated Jenney’s heavy masonry exterior, creating a system known as curtain-wall construction. In this system, the exterior wall of each floor is hung
 on the iron or steel frame so that the wall supports only its own weight and not the floors above it. This method of construction reduced the overall
 weight of a building, which allowed it to be built higher, and permitted the extensive
 use of glass on the facade. The glass-and-steel skyscrapers erected through most of the 20th century drew much of their aesthetic as well as technological inspiration from the clean lines and light appearance of late-19th-century Chicago buildings such as this one.

Milesian Philosophy


①
 Even before the onset
 of philosophy, religious mythology
 was already setting the conceptual
 stage for philosophical speculation
 . Religion, then as now, was such a powerful
 social force that it always played a predominant role in shaping views of human nature and
 the cosmos.
 
[1]

 Yet the first philosophers of ancient Greece moved beyond such traditional mythological explanations of the world and stressed the rational
 unity of things. The three first philosophers from the city-state called Miletus, Thales, Anaximander and Anaximines, all attempted to look for the “origin” or “principle” (the Greek word “arche” has both meanings) of all things.


②
 Thales was the very first among the Milesian philosophers. He himself didn’t write anything, and what we know of him comes from later sources. The best account
 of the details of Thales’ philosophy is from Aristotle, who notes that all of the first philosophers attempted to discover the underlying
 stuff of all things, but they disagreed about what that particular stuff was. The Greeks then had already held to the view that there were four basic elements, namely, earth, air, fire and water. From these, Thales selected water as the primary stuff of nature. As Aristotle explains, Thales chose water because moisture seems to be an essential
 element in all living things. It’s at a middle state between earth and air insofar as some moist substances can evaporate and turn into air, and others solidify
 and turn to slime or earth.


③
 There is some 
haziness

 about what it means for water to be the source of all things. On the one hand, it could mean that the world originated
 from water, a view that had been around in mythology for a long time. On the other hand, it could mean that the world is made of water, and things as they are now are composed
 of water as their primary stuff. The second interpretation of Thales is the more common one, and also the one that constitutes
 Thales’ legitimate claim to fame. It seems like an easy thing to identify
 a single element like water as the primary stuff of all things; but it is a very sophisticated
 move to abandon mythological foundations of the natural world in favor of physical explanations, and this is precisely what Thales did.


④
 Following Thales was his student and fellow named Anaximander (c. 610—545 BCE). Anaximander agreed with Thales that there was a single source of all things, yet he criticized
 Thales for selecting water as the fundamental element. Instead he held that the underlying cause of everything was an indefinable
 stuff that he called the boundless (Greek: “apeiron” which means that which has no boundaries). More precisely, he argued that none of the traditional four elements could be the primary stuff. According to his theory as is explained by Aristotle, there is a fundamental conflict
 between the qualities that we see in the four primary elements: something which is wet cannot cause something which is dry. If any one of the four elements was the primary substance, spread infinitely
 throughout the cosmos, then it would counteract
 the others and prevent them from existing. Thus, the ultimate
 cause of things must be some invisible
 and limitless physical substance, which is capable of morphing
 into all the physical things that we see. The importance of Anaximander’s theory is that he was the first to ground ultimate reality in something which is non-perceptible
 . Many philosophers after Anaximander similarly proposed a non-sensory explanation of things.


⑤
 The third of the founding philosophers from Miletus was Anaximenes (c. 585—525 BCE), who was a student of Anaximander. Different from his tutor, Anaximenes believed the underlying substance of the universe was what we translate as “air” because air is neutral
 but can take on various properties
 , especially condensation
 and rarefaction
 . This is a more specific substance than Anaximander’s. According to him, physical objects differ only in how condensed the air is in a given space. The more compressed
 , the more it becomes solid; the less compressed, the more it becomes watery or airy. This theory made Anaximenes the first to suggest that reality could be measured, which provides a more scientific account of reality.

Explanations for Crop Circle


①
 For over three decades
 the southern English countryside has been the site of a strange phenomenon that has baffled
 observers and spawned
 countless news stories and more than a few books. In the middle of the night, flattened circular depressions
 have appeared in fields of wheat, rye and other cereal crops. They range in diameter
 from ten feet to several hundred feet wide and vary from simple circles to complex spirals
 with rings and spurs, yet all having sharply defined
 edges. These patterns are commonly called crop circles.


②
 A 1678 pamphlet entitled
 The Mowing-Devil
 is sometimes referred to as the earliest evidence of a crop circle. The pamphlet tells the story of a farmer who made a deal with the devil to mow
 his field. While the woodcut illustration appears to show a demonic creature cutting the field in a circular pattern, the story indicates that the whole field was mysteriously cut, not just a small section, as in the case of modern crop circles. An 1880 letter to the editor of Nature
 by an amateur
 scientist John Rand Capron describes how a recent storm had created several circles of flattened crops in a field. However, the first real crop circles didn’t appear until the 1970s, when simple circles began appearing in the English countryside. The number and complexity
 of the circles increased dramatically, reaching a peak
 in the 1980s and 1990s when increasingly 
elaborate

 circles were produced.

 Various theories have been put forth
 to try to explain this phenomenon. One group of cereologists believe that they are made by extraterrestrial
 beings. More than 80 eyewitness
 accounts have reported the crop circles being formed in less than twenty seconds. The same witnesses also describe seeing incandescent, colored balls of light either before or during the circle’s creation. Sometimes these lights are said to descend
 and actually swirl
 the crop into its geometric configuration
 in under fifteen seconds. These accounts have led to theories that crop circles are created by aliens who are trying to communicate with us.

 Some have suggested the circles are the result of top-secret military experiments. Proponents
 of this theory believe that governments are responsible for creating crop circles in tests and experiments with planes armed with microwave lasers
 . Microwave laser technology was first developed during the 1950s and has been developing at a speed in tandem
 with the increasing complexity of crop circles. Also frequently linked to this theory is another fact that
 more than half of the crop circles found in the UK appeared during rain or cloudy atmospheric conditions, which may prevent the source of the microwave firing from being visible

 Certain crop circle designs are suggestive of a rotating
 beam with a variable diameter, which may be relative to the dispersion
 of the laser beam or the altitude
 from which it is fired.

 Still another popular theory proposed
 by cereologists holds that crop circles are the result of a physical phenomenon that is currently
 not well-understood. They believe that the depressions are part of a little-understood, unusual weather effect, which was named “plasma vortex” by George Terence Meaden, an author and former physics professor from Britain. He defines it as “a spinning
 mass of air which has accumulated
 a significant fraction of electrically-charged matter”. A plasma vortex is supposed to be something like ball lightening but larger and longer-lasting. The plasma vortex, which produces a complex mixture of microwaves and magnetic fields, is believed to explain the plant anomalies
 found in the crop circles.

 While there are countless theories, the only known, proven
 cause of crop circles is humans. In September, 1991, two men confessed
 that they had created the patterns for decades as a prank
 to make people think UFOs had landed (they had been inspired by the 1966 Tully UFO report). They never claimed to have made all the circles—many might be copycat pranks done by others—but their hoax
 launched the crop circle phenomena. By the end of 1991, even Meaden conceded
 that those circles that had complex designs were made by hoaxers.

Rebuilding of Paris


①
 During a time of industrial change and cultural advancement, Paris became the new home for many people, but this overcrowded
 the ancient districts and spread diseases. The city, which had been untouched
 since the Middle Ages, was in dire
 need of reflecting the new modern ways and putting an end to the spreading medical epidemics
 . Besides, the tight confines
 of Medieval Paris, with its chaotic and cramped
 structure, were hindering
 the city’s potential for growth, which also increased the desire to transform it into a well-organized urban center. It was under these circumstances that modernist Napoleon III commissioned
 his prefect Baron Georges-Eugene Haussmann to set out to undertake
 one of the largest urban transformations since the burning of London in 1666.

 Haussmann molded
 the city into a geometric
 grid, with new streets running east and west, north and south, lined with rows of chestnut trees. He swept away and rebuilt large areas of medieval Paris, notably many inner-city slums
 , and widened numerous avenues
 . The new broad avenues, as opposed to the former narrow streets, were important in improving public health and traffic engineering.

 At a time when the city was filled to the brim with people, the widening of the streets relieved
 the cramped city of the spreading diseases and allowed people to get around more easily. It also allowed for an increase in the height of the buildings, providing more room for the people of Paris to live and thrive in. The intersections
 between the great boulevards, in the meantime, required the creation of squares on the same scale. The works of Haussmann converted many great squares at crossing points across the whole city: Place de l’Étoile, Place Léon-Blum, Place de la République, and Place de l’Alma.

 The next step in Haussmann’s plan for the new Paris was to divide the city into arrondissements, or districts. This plan required the destruction of the old, heterogeneous
 quarters in the city center and the creation of large new quarters implicitly
 dividing the population by economic status
 . The original plan called for twelve districts, but in 1860, Paris annexed surrounding communities and was divided into twenty districts. The districts started inward, on the banks of the Seine, and spiraled outwards.

 ■ With the division of the city into arrondissements came the need for a new water and sewer system. ■ Aided by his chief engineer Eugene Belgrand, Haussmann developed and began construction in 1857 on a larger sewer system that could handle
 the large amounts of waste water coming from the growing city that would be funneled
 into the Seine downstream from Paris. ■ Haussmann also included a separate human waste channel into the sewer system to meet the need necessitated
 by the growing popularity of water closets, particularly in the richer Parisian districts. ■


⑤
 Quite possibly one of the largest stages of the project, second only to the new roads, was the architecture. To accompany
 the new streets and provide visual unity to the entire city, Haussmann and his team of architects unified
 the apartment buildings throughout the city. Inspired by the Industrial Revolution, these new apartment buildings mimicked
 the products produced by the factories. Each item was the same and could be built quickly by those with only a small amount of knowledge of architecture or design. Most of central Paris as seen today, with its characteristic broad avenues and six-story buildings, is Haussmann’s legacy
 .

 Not only did Haussmann unify the apartment buildings throughout the city, he and his team were also responsible for designing all the municipal
 buildings throughout the city. From train stations to government offices, they built interactive
 neoclassical monuments that would stand proud in the city’s squares and emphasize the importance of modernity. Most notable are the train stations, which linked Paris to the rest of France. They were an integral
 part in the rise of the Parisian population, and also allowed not only the rich, but everyone, to take day trips and explore the countryside surrounding the city.

 “between the rivers”, but it is generally used to denote
 the whole plain between and on either side of the Tigris and Euphrates rivers. The plain was bordered
 to the north and the east by mountain ranges, in whose foothills
 agriculture was first practiced. Each year the two great rivers were swollen
 with the winter snows of the northern mountains, and each year at flood stage they spread a thick layer of immensely-fertile silt
 across the flood plain where they approached the Persian Gulf. It was in this delta, a land of swamp
 rich in fish, wildlife, and date palms, that agricultural settlers created the rich city-states of Sumer
 between 3500 and 3000 BC.

 Little is known about the origins of the Sumerian people, who spoke a language totally distinct
 from that of the Semitic inhabitants of the valleys to the north. The Sumerians probably moved down into the swamps of the delta under pressure of the over-population of the foothills after 3900 BC. Although at first they formed small agricultural villages, they soon found not only that the richness of the alluvial
 land permitted greater density of settlement but also that the vast engineering works in canals and dikes necessary to harness
 the annual floods required workforces of hundreds of men. Moreover, the layout and clearing of the canals required expert planning, while the division
 of the irrigated land, the water, and the crops demanded political control. By 3000 BC. the Sumerians had solved this problem by forming “temple-communities”.


③
 All Sumerian cities recognized a number of gods in common. Each city moreover had its own god, who was considered literally to inhabit the temple and who was in theory the owner of all the property
 within the city. Hence the priests who interpreted
 the will of the gods and controlled the distribution of the economic produce of the city were venerated
 for their supernatural
 and material functions alike. When the growing warfare among the cities made military leadership vital
 after 3000 BC, the head of the army who became the king assumed
 an intermediate position between the gods and the priestly class. Thus, the king and the priests represented the upper class in a hierarchical
 society. Below them were the scribes, the secular
 attendants of the temple, who supervised
 every aspect of the city’s economic life and who developed a rough judicial
 system.

 The priests and the scribes of the temples must be credited
 with the great advances made by the Sumerians in both arts and science. In order to keep the accounts of the temple food storehouses, they engraved
 pictures on clay tablets in a form of writing known as cuneiform (wedge-shaped), the oldest-known writing system. A rich epic
 literature and sculpture were also created to serve the needs of the temples and then of the kings. Even more demanding in artistic technique were the small cylinder seals
 used to roll one’s signature
 into the wet clay of a tablet recording a commercial transaction.
 Thousands of these tablets have been found in the temple compounds, proving that the bureaucrats of Sumer had developed a complex commercial system. Moreover, the planning of the vast public works under their control led the priests to develop a useful mathematical notation, including both a decimal notation
 and a system based upon 60. Besides, both for religious and agricultural purposes, Sumerians also studied the heavens and created a lunar calendar with a day of 24 hours and a week of seven days.

 At that time, mud, clay, and reeds were the only materials the Sumerians had in abundance
 . Trade was therefore necessary to supply the city workers with materials. Merchants went out in the overland
 caravans or in ships to exchange the products of Sumerian industry for wood, stone, and metals. There are indications that the Sumerian sailing the vessels even reached the valley of the Indus River in India. The increase in trade between Sumerian cities and between Sumeria and other distant regions not only led to the growth of a merchant class but spread many of its achievements to other areas.

Researching the Language Ability in Primates


①
 For a very long time many people believe that language is a unique
 capacity of humans. The renowned
 M.I.T. linguist Noam Chomsky clearly defines language as a skill limited to humans, the sole possessors of the cognitive
 hardware which makes language possible. To testify
 this theory, various researches have been conducted
 to study the ability of primates
 to acquire
 language yet only made the whole issue more puzzling. Back in 1933, Winthrop and Luella Kellogg at the University of Indiana adopted
 a baby chimpanzee called Gua, and raised it in their home alongside their infant son Donald. Getting an equal share of all the attention that was shown to Donald, Gua matured
 very quickly for an ape but never developed language. This finding seems to confirm
 the conclusion about nonhuman linguistic
 possibilities.


②
 This discovery, however, was contradicted
 later by Allen and Beatrice Gardner who set up a project at the University of Nevada in 1967. They realized that previous attempts to teach apes to speak had failed because apes lack the vocal apparatus
 to produce human words, so they decided to teach American Sign Language (ASL) to a chimpanzee whom they named Washoe. The Gardners created a home for the 1-year-old chimp in a caravan in their garden and hired graduate students to be with her at all times. All the humans would use ASL with each other as this would be the only language Washoe would see. They also used a system of rewards
 known as operant conditioning: when Washoe made a gesture similar to ASL, she would be rewarded with tickles.


③
 After the first couple of years of the language project, the Gardners and Roger Fouts discovered that Washoe could already pick up ASL gestures without operant conditioning methods by observing
 humans around her who were signing amongst themselves. Washoe and her mates were also able to combine the hundreds of signs that they learned into novel
 combinations that they had never been taught, but, rather, created themselves. For instance, when Washoe’s mate Moja didn’t know the word for “thermos”, Moja referred to it as a “metal cup drink”.


④
 Washoe inspired legions
 of imitators, the most significant of which was probably a chimpanzee named Nim Chimpsky by Herbert Terrace of Columbia University. Terrace and his team collected videotapes of Nim with his trainers and proceeded to analyze these, looking not just at what signs Nim used, but at the exact context
 —everything that was going on before and after Nim’s utterances. Quite contrary
 to what he set out to find, Terrace found out that Nim’s use of ASL signs was quite unlike how children learn language. Nim failed to initiate
 conversations; he seldom introduced new vocabulary and just imitated
 what the humans around him said. Nim’s sentences failed to grow in length while in human children there is a close relationship between the number of words known and the number of words used in a sentence. Terrace ended up admitting that much of the apes’ behavior is attributed to pure drill
 and language still stands as an important definition of the human species.

 Meantime, Duane Rumbaugh was joined by his wife Sue Savage to work with a bonobo named Kanzi—a new species of ape which are smaller than common chimpanzees but seem to be more intelligent
 . Feeling that ASL wasn’t very suitable for measuring how well apes use language, Sue created a set of colorful lexigram—abstract
 symbols which can stand for words or ideas. The lexigram board would be wired
 to a computer so that the apes could touch a symbol and the computer would “speak” the word.

 Starting in the mid 1980s the Rumbaughs started claiming that Kanzi had mastered the rudiments
 of grammar. In a major study carried out when Kanzi was eight years old, his comprehension
 of over six hundred different sentences was tested. The experimenters tried to formulate
 commands that were unlikely to have previously arisen in Kanzi’s daily life, such as “Go put some soap on Liz” and to “Take the mushrooms to Matata”. In a majority of cases Kanzi did as he was asked to do. In the end, the Rumbaughs again toppled
 Terrace’s findings and concluded that Kanzi clearly processed semantic
 and syntactic
 features of each novel utterance.

Types of Microscopes


①
 Microscopy is the study of objects too small to be visible
 to the naked eye. Different types of microscopes enable various levels of magnification
 and can be classified
 according to the way they create images from samples. Two main types of microscopes are optical
 and electron microscopes that use light and electron beams, respectively, to illuminate specimens.


②
 The light microscope, or optical microscope, was invented in the 17th century and remains essentially the same though it has been refined
 in many ways over the years. It employs visible light and a system of lenses
 to magnify images of small samples. The simplest light microscope consists of an objective lens
 and an eyepiece
 . It works by forming on the objective lens a real intermediate
 image which is then greatly magnified by the eyepiece.


③
 The two most common types of light microscopes are compound microscopes and stereo microscopes. Stereo microscopes are frequently used to observe larger, opaque
 specimens. They generally do not magnify as much as compound microscopes (around 40x—70x maximum) yet they could give a truly stereoscopic
 view, for the image delivered
 to each eye is slightly different.

 Compound microscopes, on the other hand, can magnify up to about 1,000x yet are not capable of producing a 3D view, even if they possess two eyepieces. While stereo microscopes do not necessarily require elaborate
 sample preparation, the specimen used in a compound microscope has to be sufficiently
 thin and bright for the microscope light to pass through.

 A light microscope, even one with perfect lenses and perfect illumination, simply cannot be used to distinguish
 objects that are smaller than half the wavelength
 of light, around 0.275 micrometers. To see tiny particles under a microscope, scientists must bypass
 light altogether and use a different sort of “illumination”, one with a shorter wavelength. The introduction of the electron microscope in the 1930s filled the bill. In this kind of microscope, electrons are speeded up in a vacuum
 until their wavelength is extremely short, only one hundred-thousandth that of white light. Beams of these fast-moving electrons are focused on a cell sample and are absorbed or scattered by the cell’s parts so as to form an image on an electron-sensitive
 photographic plate.

 There are two different types of electron microscopes, transmission electron microscopes (TEM) and scanning electron microscopes (SEM). TEMs pass electron beams through specimens
 , allowing the viewer to see the structures within a specimen. SEMs are less powerful, providing less magnification, but are best for examining the surface of a material. Basically, SEMs show topography
 of a sample, while TEMs show internal detail of a sample.


⑥
 Generally, electron microscopes are considered better than its optical counterpart
 for a couple of reasons. Foremost, electron microscopes use electrons with wavelengths much shorter than those of photons—the basic unit of light—to magnify a projected image. Therefore, they are able to achieve unprecedented
 magnifications of up to one million times compared to the limited magnifying power of optical microscopes of only one thousand times at best. Aside from this wide difference in magnification capability, electron microscopes are also able to project
 a more detailed field, compared to the fuzzy
 details presented by the optical microscope, therefore allowing for the visualization
 of structures that would normally be not visible by optical microscopy.


⑦
 For all these advantages, electron microscopes cannot surpass
 optical microscopes in one aspect, that is, the ability to observe living cells. With optical microscopes, it is possible to observe a wide range of biological activity such as the uptake of food, cell division and movement, or even the uptake of colored pigments
 by cells with the additional aid of in-vivo staining techniques. These processes cannot be observed in real time using electron microscopes, as the specimen has to be fixed, and completely dehydrated
 (and is therefore dead). Besides, low cost of optical microscopes makes them useful in a wide range of different areas, such as in education, in the medical sector or for hobbyists. Generally, optical and electron microscopes have different areas of application and they complement each other.
