具体解释：

3）根据上下文推断单词和短语含义的能力

4）做出简单判断和推理的能力

5）理解文章的基本结构的能力

6）理解作者的意图、观点和态度的能力



高考阅读的三大特点

1. 题量与分值特点

近年来全国高考新课标卷的阅读题型为两小节，测试时间约为35分钟，共20道题，每小题2分，总共40分。具体分配如下：

2. 词汇、体裁及内容特点

近年来，高考阅读总词数控制在2500个左右，其中，文章部分词数为1600左右，试题部分为800左右。建议的做题时间约为35分钟，每分钟的阅读量需要达到约70词。

常考的体裁有四种，分别为记叙文、说明文、议论文和应用文，分布比较均匀，内容多样化，信息丰富。选材皆源于国外英文图书、报刊、网络媒体，涉及日常生活、人物传记、社会、文化、新闻、广告、科普、历史等，具有浓厚的时代气息，同时也贴近实际生活。

3. 题型特点

根据高考英语大纲对考生阅读能力的要求，近年来的高考阅读题型分为两种：常规题型与7选5新题型。

A：转折法

答：转折法是指在文章的首段或第二段出现but、however、although、while、in fact、in turn等表示转折意义的标志词时，转折后面的内容往往就是解题的关键。




★温馨提示：
 除了主旨题可以运用转折法来解答外，细节题、词汇题、推断题等都可以运用转折法来解答。另外，转折标志词不管出现在文章的什么地方，其后面的信息都非常重要，往往就是答案所在。

Some people think that success is only for those with talent or those who grow up in the right family, and others believe that success mostly comes down to luck. I’m not going to say luck, talent, and circumstances don’t come into play because they do. Some people are born into the right family while others are born with great intelligence, and that’s just the reality of how life is.

However, to succeed in life, one first needs to set a goal and then gradually make it more practical. And, in addition to that, in order to get really good at something, one needs to spend at least 10,000 hours studying and practicing. To become great at certain things, it’ll require even more time, time that most people won’t put in.

In ancient Egypt, a shopkeeper discovered that he could attract customers to his shop simply by making changes to its environment. Modern businesses have been following his lead,with more tactics(策略).

One tactic involves where to display the goods. For example, stores place fruits and vegetables in the first section. They know that customers who buy the healthy food first will feel happy so that they will buy more junk food(垃圾食品)later in their trip. When it comes to the selling of houses, businesses also use highly rewarding tactics. They find that customers make decision in the first few seconds upon walking in the door, and turn it into a business opportunity. A California builder designed the structure of its houses smartly. When entering the house, the customer would see the Pacific Ocean through the windows, and then the pool through an open stairway leading to the lower level. The instant view of water on both levels helped sell these $10 million houses.

In the mid 1950s, I was a somewhat bored early-adolescent male student who believed that doing any more than necessary was wasted effort
 . One day, this approach threw me into embarrassment.

In Mrs. Totten’s eighth-grade maths class at Central Avenue School in Anderson, Indiana, we were learning to add and subtract decimals(小数).

Our teacher typically assigned daily homework, which would be recited in class the following day. On most days, our grades were based on our oral answers to homework questions.

Mrs. Totten usually walked up and down the rows of desks requesting answers from student after student in the order the questions had appeared on our homework sheets. She would start either at the front or the back of the classroom and work towards the other end.

Since I was seated near the middle of about 35 students, it was easy to figure out which questions I might have to answer. This particular time, I had completed my usual two or three problems according to my calculations.

What I failed to expect was that several students were absent, which threw off my estimate. As Mrs. Totten made her way from the beginning of the class, I desperately tried to determine which maths problem I would get. I tried to work it out before she got to me, but I had brain freeze and couldn’t function.

When Mrs. Totten reached my desk, she asked what answer I’d got for problem No. 14. “I...I didn’t get anything,”I answered, and my face felt warm.

“Correct,”she said.

It turned out that the correct answer was zero.

What did I learn that day? First, always do all your homework. Second, in real life it isn’t always what you say but how you say it that matters. Third, I would never make it as a mathematician.

If I could choose one school day that taught me the most, it would be that one.

Forget Twitter and Facebook, Google and the Kindle. Television is still the most influential medium around. Indeed, for many of the poorest regions(地区)of the world, it remains the next big thing—finally becomes globally available. And that is a good thing, because the TV revolution is changing lives for the better.

Across the developing world, around 45%of families had a TV in 1995; by 2005 the number had climbed above 60%. That is some way behind the U.S., where there are more TVs than people, and where people now easily get access to the Internet.

Five million more families in sub-Saharan Africa will get a TV over the next five years. In 2005, after the fall of the Taliban(塔利班), which had outlawed TV, 1 in 5 Afghans had one. The global total is another 150 million by 2013—pushing the numbers to well beyond two thirds of families.

Television’s most powerful effect will be on the lives of women. In India, researchers Robert Jensen and Emily Oster found that when TVs reached villages, women were more likely to go to the market without their husbands’approval and less likely to want a boy rather than a girl. They were more likely to make decisions over child health care.

TV is also a powerful medium for adult education. In the Indian state of Gujarat, Chitrageet is a popular show that plays Bollywood songs with words in Gujarati on the screen. Within six months, viewers had made a small but significant(有意义的)improvement in their reading skills.

Too much TV has been associated with violence, overweight and loneliness. However, TV is having a positive influence on the lives of billions worldwide.

An increase in students applying to study economics at university is being attributed to(归因于)the global economic crisis awakening a public thirst for knowledge about how the financial system works.

Applications for degree courses beginning this autumn were up by 15%this January, according to UCAS, the Universities and Colleges Admissions Service. A spokesman for the Royal Economic Society said applications to do economics at A-level were also up.

Professor John Beath, the president of the society and a leading lecturer at St. Andrews University, said his first-year lectures—which are open to students from all departments—were drawing crowds of 400, rather than the usual 250.

“There are a large number of students who are not economics majors, who would like to learn something about it. One of the things I have done this year is to relate my teaching to contemporary events in a way that one hasn’t traditionally done.”He added.

越来越多的学生在报考大学时选修经济学专业的原因在于：全球经济危机唤起了公众对金融系统运作知识的渴望。

据大专院校招生委员会统计，今年秋天开始的学位课程申请人数在一月份增加了15%。皇家经济协会的一位发言人也表示，申请经济A级考试的人数也增多了。

该协会会长同时也是圣安德鲁大学的首席讲师约翰·比思教授表示，第一年的课程（对所有学生开放的）吸引了400人，而往常只有250人。

他补充道：“有很多非经济学专业的学生想要学习一些关于经济学的知识。我今年做的一件事就是把教学与时事相结合，在这之前没人曾这样做。”

去年，大学申请人数增加了7%，但是在一些学科上增加的人数超出了平均数，护理专业增加了15%。大众再次关注政府部门的职位，似乎在经济危机时期在政府部门工作会更有保障。

这就是成为一个成功者应当具有的品质——无论发生什么情况，你都要创造性地运用你的技巧和才能来确保成功。一个人能成功并不是因为面临的困难少；他们遇到的困难和其他人一样多。只是他们更能把这些问题看作是对自己才能的挑战和机遇。所以，请停止关注“这是谁的错”。一旦你对自己掌控糟糕情况的能力充满信心，那么困难就只是成功的垫脚石而已。

Noticeboards

Around the universities you will find a number of noticeboards where offers of accommodation will be posted. These will either be from landlords or from students. Some universities will also have online noticeboards where students can advertise to other students. Advertisements from students can be an excellent way to find accommodation. However, advertisements from landlords can be problematic.

Word of mouth

Some of the best housing in London is never advertised but is passed on from one group of students to another by word of mouth. It might be that you can find out about good offers from final year students. However, don’t suppose that just because you have found out about housing from a friend it is necessarily going to be better than that found through any other source.

Family

Faced with the very high rents charged in London, some students and their parents will consider buying as an alternative. In some cases this might be a good choice.

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What brings a nation together? Of the four choices—shared values, language, history, and religion—it’s shared values. In our latest poll(民意调查), 7 out of 16 countries chose values as the greatest factor(因素)bringing a nation together, and 6 preferred language. The multi-million pound new Library of Birmingham(LoB)will be the most visible sign of the way the city is accepting the digitalization(数字化)of everyday life.

Set to open in 2013, the £ 188m LoB is already beginning to take shape next to the Birmingham Repertory Theatre, with which it will share some equipment.

As digital media(媒介)is important to its idea
 , the project is already providing chances for some of the many small new local companies working at the new technologies.

Brian Gambles, the LoB project director, says it is about giving people the right tools for learning: “The aim is to mix the physical with the digital, providing 24-hour services which can be used through many different ways. It is important to enable us to reach more people, more effectively.”

The digital library will, he says, be as important as the physical one, allowing the distant use of the services, making sure that it is never closed to the public.

Even before the LoB is complete, the public has been able to go online to visit the Virtual(虚拟的)LoB, designed by Baden, the Birmingham virtual world’s specialist. Not only have the public been able to learn about LoB, but the virtual one has also enabled those working on the LoB to understand the building and how it will work before it even opens.

Two other small Birmingham-based digital companies are working on the LoB projects. Substrat, a digital design company, is developing what it calls an“enlarged reality”project. It is about the use of an exciting smart phone, an important part of the LoB which is in the early stages of development. And The People’s Archive is an online library of figures of the city being built up by a digital content company in Cahoots, in which users will be encouraged to add to and comment on the material.

Gambles says: “Technology will enable us to make the library’s content and services open to citizens as never before.”

Since 1989, Dave Thomas, who died at age 69, was one of the most recognizable faces on TV. He appeared in more than 800 commercials(商业广告)for the hamburger chain named for his daughter. “As long as it works,”he said in 1991, “I’ll continue to do those commercials.”

Even though he was successful, Thomas remained troubled by his childhood. “He still won’t let anyone see his feet, which are out of shape because he never had proper fitting shoes,”Wendy said in 1993. Born to a single mother, he was adopted(收养)as a baby by Rex and Auleva Thomas of Kalamazoo in Michigan. After Auleva died when he was 5, Thomas spent years on the road as Rex traveled around seeking construction work. “He fed me,”Thomas said, “and if I got out of line, he’d beat me.”

Moving out on his own at 15, Thomas worked, first as a waiter, in many restaurants. But he had something much better in mind. “I thought if I owned a restaurant,”he said, “I could eat for free.”When he was 24, meeting with Harland Sanders led Thomas to a career as the manager of a Kentucky Fried Chicken restaurant that made him a millionaire in 1968.

In 1969, after breaking with Sanders, Thomas started the first Wendy’s Old Fashioned hamburgers, in Columbus, Ohio, which set itself apart by serving made-to-order burgers. With 6,000 restaurants worldwide, the chain now makes$6 billion a year in sales.

Although troubled by his own experience with adoption, Thomas, married since 1954 to Lorraine, 66, and with four grown kids besides Wendy, felt it could offer a future for other children. He started the Dave Thomas Foundation(基金会)for Adoption in 1992.

In 1993, Thomas, who had left school at 15, graduated from Coconut Creek High School in Florida. He even took Lorraine to the graduation dance party. The kids voted him Most Likely to Succeed.

“The Dave you saw on TV was the real Dave,”says friend Pat Williams. “He wasn’t a great actor or a great speaker. He was just Joe Everybody
 .”

Needless to say, I tried to tell him I was not one of“those people.”Then he told me the meeting was over, and I left.

As I had expected, my son learned to speak English fluently before the school year was over. He went on to graduate from college and got a job, earning close to six figures. He travels widely and leads a well-adjusted, contented life. And he has benefited from being bilingual(双语的).

Speaking more than one language allows people to communicate with others; it teaches people about other cultures and other places—something very basic and obviously lacking in the“educator”I met in New Jersey.

The idea of being able to walk on water has long interested humans greatly. Sadly, biological facts prevent us ever accomplishing such a thing without artificial aid—we simply weigh too much, and all our mass pushes down through our relatively small feet, resulting in a lot of pressure that makes us sink.

However, several types of animals can walk on water. One of the most interesting is the common basilisk(Basiliscus basiliscus), a lizard(蜥蜴)native to Central and South America. It can run across water for a distance of several meters, avoiding getting wet by rapidly hitting the water’s surface with its feet. The lizard will take as many as 20 steps per second to keep moving forward. For humans to do this, we’d need huge feet that we could bring up to our ears in order to create adequate“hitting”.

But fortunately there is an alterna-tive: cornflour. By adding enough of this common thickening agent to water(and it does take a lot), you can create a“non-Newtonian”liquid that doesn’t behave like normal water. Now, if the surface of the water is hit hard enough, particles(粒子)in the water group together for a moment to make the surface hard. Move quickly enough and put enough force into each step, and you really can walk across the surface of an adequately thick liquid of cornflour.

Fun though all this may sound, it’s still rather messy and better read about in theory than carried out in practice. If you must do it, then keep the water wings handy in case you start to sink—and take a shower afterward!

Ever since they were first put on the market in the early 1990s, genetically modified(GM, 转基因)foods have been increasingly developed and marketed in many countries in the world, mainly on the basis of their promise to end the worldwide food crisis. But can GM technology solve world hunger problems? Even if it would, is it the best solution?

Despite what it promises, GM technology actually has not increased the production potential of any crop. In fact, studies show that the most widely grown GM crop, GM soybeans, has suffered reduced productivity. For instance, a report that analyzed nearly two decades of research on major GM food crops shows that GM engineering has failed to significantly increase US crop production.

Something else, however, has been on the rise. While GM seeds are expensive, GM companies tell farmers that they will make good profits by saving money on pesticides(杀虫剂). “The promise was that you could use less chemicals and boost
 production. But neither is true,”said Bill Christenson, President of the US National Family Farm Coalition.

At the same time, the authors of the book World Hunger: Twelve Myths argue that there actually is more than enough food in the world and that the hunger crisis is not caused by production, but by problems in food distribution and politics. These indeed deserve our efforts and money. Meanwhile, the rise in food prices results from the increased use of crops for fuel rather than food, according to a 2008 World Bank report.

As a matter of fact, scientists see better ways to feed the world. Another World Bank report concluded that GM crops have little to offer to the challenges of worldwide poverty and hunger, because better ways out are available, among which“green”farming is supposed to be the first choice.

You may not have heard of Ashoka, but for the past 27 years, this association, founded by Bill Drayton, has fought poverty(贫穷)and sickness, promoted education and encouraged small businesses. To support these worthy causes, Ashoka provides money for the world’s most promising“changemakers”seeking to solve(解决)urgent problems and would like to create a world in which every citizen is a changemaker.

Drayton believes that anyone can become an agent for change. The important thing is to simply give yourself permission. If you see a problem that you care about, you can help solve it. The young in particular are willing to accept this concept because at heart every child wants to grow into a happy, healthy, contributing adult. In fact it is many young people’s ambition to set up programs or businesses that improve social conditions. An excellent example is an Ashoka project started in 1995 in Dhaka, which handled the rubbish problem facing the city, helped local farmers and provided an income for poor people there.

When Masqsood and Iftekhar began to study the problem of all the uncollected rubbish that lay in Dhaka’s streets, attracting rats and disease, they discovered that 80%of it was natural waste. So they educated the poor people in the city to compost(把……制成堆粪)this waste. They knew that they would have a market for the end product because local farmers were struggling with chemical fertilizers(化肥)which were expensive and had reduced the natural minerals in the soil over the years. At first, they were refused, but once they were able to persuade them
 that there was money to be made, the project took off. In 2009 sales were$14,000.

Drayton is optimistic that in ten years Ashoka will be making really serious, practical progress in bringing about social change by changing the way we look at economic development.

Did you know that women’s brains are smaller than men’s? The average women’s brain weighs 10%less than men’s. Since research has shown that the bigger the brain, the cleverer the animal, men must be more intelligent(聪明的)than women. Right? Wrong! Men and women always score similarly on intelligence tests, despite the difference in brain size. Why? After years of study, researchers have concluded that it’s what’s inside that matters, not just the size of the brain. The brain consists of“gray matter”and“white matter”. While men have more of the latter, the amount of“thinking”brain is almost exactly the same in both sexes.

It has been suggested that smaller brain appears to work faster, perhaps because the two sides of the brain are better connected in women. This means that little girls tend to learn to speak earlier, and that women can understand sorts of information from different sources at the same time. When it comes to talking to the boss on the phone, cooking dinner and keeping an eye on the baby all at the same time, it’s women who come out on top every time.

There are other important differences between two sexes. As white matter is the key to spatial(空间的)tasks, men know better where things are in relation to other things. “A great footballer always knows where he is in relation to the other players, and he knows where to go,”says one researcher. That may explain one of life’s great mysteries: why men refuse to ask for directions and women often need to!

The differences begin when fetuses(胎儿)are about nine weeks old, which can be seen in the action of children as young as one. A boy would try to climb a barrier(障碍物)before him or push it down while a girl would attract help from others. These brain differences also explain the fact that more men take up jobs that require good spatial skills, while more women speech skills. It may all go back to our ancestors(祖先), among whom women needed speech skills to take care of their babies and men needed spatial skills to hunt, according to one research.

与此同时，《世界饥荒：十二个神话》一书的作者们说，事实上世界上有足够多的食物，并且饥荒也不是由产量造成的，而是由食物分配和政策问题造成的。这些问题值得我们付出努力和金钱。同时，根据2008年世界银行的报道，食物价格上涨是由于对作为燃料使用的农作物需求的增加，而不是食物本身。

事实上，科学家发现了更好的哺育世界的方法。世界银行的另一个报道总结道：转基因作物对于应对全球范围内的贫穷和饥饿的挑战难有作为，因为出现了更好的可行性方法，其中，“绿色”农业是首选。

德雷顿认为每个人都能成为改变的代表。重要的是要允许自己这么做。如果发现一个你在乎的问题，你可以帮助解决。年轻人尤其乐于接受这个观点，因为在每个孩子的心中，他们都想成为一个快乐、健康，又对社会有贡献的人。实际上，建立一些能改善社会环境的项目和企业是很多年轻人的梦想。1995年在达卡建立的一个爱创家协会项目就是一个最好的实例。这个项目解决了城市面临的垃圾问题，帮助了当地的农民，并为那里的穷苦人民提供收入。

当马斯库德和伊夫特哈尔开始研究达卡街道上无人处置、引来老鼠和疾病的垃圾时，他们发现80%的垃圾都是浪费。于是他们教育城里的穷人，让他们把这些废弃垃圾制作成堆肥。他们知道最终产品是能赢得市场的，因为当地农民都在不情愿地使用价格不菲而又在几年内便损耗了土壤中的矿物质的化肥。一开始，他们被拒绝了，但后来他们说这里面有钱可赚，便说服了当地农民，项目也开展起来了。2009年的时候，销售额就达到了14000美元。

德雷顿很乐观地认为，在未来的10年内，通过改变人们对经济发展的看法，爱创家协会在带动社会转变方面会做出重要而又有现实意义的进步！

According to sociologists(社会学家), every modern industrial society has some form of social stratification(阶层). Class, power and status are important in deciding people’s rank in society.

Class means a person’s economic position in society. A commonly used classification is lower class, middle class and upper class. While sociologists disagree on how these terms should be exactly defined, they do describe societies like the United States quite well. One study shows that 53%of Americans belong to the lower class, 46%the middle class, and 1%the upper class. Interestingly, a surgeon earning$500,000 a year and a bus driver earning$50,000 a year both regard themselves as the middle class!

Power refers to the amount of control a person has over other people. Obviously, people in positions of great power(such as governors)exercise(行使)big power, but people who take orders from others have less power. Power and class do not always go hand in hand, however. How Room Designs Affect Our Work and Feelings

Architects have long had the feeling that the places we live in can affect our thoughts, feelings and behaviors. But now scientists are giving this feeling an empirical(经验的，实证的)basis. They are discovering how to design spaces that promote creativity, keep people focused, and lead to relaxation.

Researches show that aspects of the physical environment can influence creativity. In 2007, Joan Meyers-Levy at the University of Minnesota, reported that the height of a room’s ceiling affects how people think. Her research indicates that the higher ceilings encourage people to think more freely, which may lead them to make more abstract connections. Low ceilings, on the other hand, may inspire a more detailed outlook.

In addition to ceiling height, the view afforded by a building may influence an occupant’s ability to concentrate. Nancy Wells and her colleagues at Cornell University found in their study that kids who experienced the greatest increase in greenness as a result of a family move made the most gains on a standard test of attention.

Using nature to improve focus of attention ought to pay off academically, and it seems to, according to a study led by C. Kenneth Tanner, head of the School Design＆Planning Laboratory at University of Georgia. Tanner and his team found that students in classrooms with unblocked views of at least 50 feet outside the window had higher scores on tests of vocabulary, language arts and maths than did students whose classrooms primarily overlooked roads and parking lots.

Recent study on room lighting design suggests that dim(暗淡的)light helps people to loosen up. If that is true generally, keeping the light low during dinner or at parties could increase relaxation. Researchers of Harvard Medical School also discovered that furniture with rounded edges could help visitors relax.

So far scientists have focused mainly on public buildings. “We have a very limited number of studies, so we’re almost looking at the problem through a straw
 (吸管),”architect David Allison says. “How do you take answers to very specific questions and make broad, generalized use of them? That’s what we’re all struggling with.”

Scientific research in physics and biology has vastly broadened our views. 为什么美国人在努力与自己的体重做斗争，而摄入高脂肪食物的法国人却能保持苗条的身材？现在，康奈尔大学的一项研究表明，生活方式和饮食决定可能会影响体重。研究者们的结论是，法国人在觉得自己吃饱了时就会停止进食，而美国人倾向于在盘子空了或喜欢的电视节目结束了时才停止吃东西。

尽管有这些差异，但是有证据表明近来生活方式上的变化也许可能正在影响法国人的饮食习惯。如今，成年人中过胖或极度肥胖的人只占6%。而由于对美式快餐的接受和年轻人对传统的拒绝，法国小孩的肥胖率已经达到17%，而且还在增长。

根据社会学家所说，每一个现代工业社会都有某种形式的社会阶层。在决定人们的社会等级时，阶级、权力以及社会地位都很重要。

阶级意味着一个人的社会经济地位。常用的阶层分类是下层阶级、中产阶级和上层阶级。虽然社会学家们在如何给出阶级的准确定义上没有达成一致，但他们都认为像美国这样的社会相当好。一项调查研究显示，53%的美国人属于下层阶级，46%的人属于中产阶级，还有1%的人属于上层阶级。有趣的是，外科医生每年赚50万美元，而公共汽车司机的年收入是5万美元，但他们都认为自己是中产阶级！

权力是指一个人凌驾于他人之上的掌控权。显然，大权在握的人,如统治者,行使的权力大，而被管理的人行使的权力小。然而，权力和阶级并不总是对等的。例如，一个州的州长享有相当大的权力，但他或她不一定属于相应的经济阶层。但是，一般来说，权力和阶级之间是有关系的。据我们所知，美国参议院议员没有几个不是百万富翁的！

社会地位是与个人在社会的职位相关的荣誉或尊敬。它受到权力和阶层的影响，但不尽然。例如，一个大学教授可能有很高的社会地位，但他不一定属于高的社会阶层，也不一定有凌驾于他人之上的权力。

室内设计是如何影响我们的活动和感觉的

设计师很久以前就发现，住所可以影响我们的思维、情感和行为。现在，科学家正在用实证的方法来研究这种感觉。他们试图了解什么样的空间设计能激发创造力，使人集中注意力，并能让人放松。

研究人员提出了能够影响创造力的几个外部环境因素。2007年，明尼苏达大学的琼·迈耶斯-利维汇报称，房间天花板的高度可以影响人们的思维。她的研究指出，较高的天花板可以鼓励人们更加随性地思考，这能使人们产生更多的抽象思维。比较低的天花板则会激发出更多对细节的见解。

除了天花板的高度外，房间的视野可能会影响居住者的注意力。康奈尔大学的南希·韦尔斯和同事通过标准注意力测试发现，因为搬家而能从房间里看到比以前更多绿色的儿童得分最高。

通过自然环境来提高注意力对学业也有所助益，而事实也如此——乔治亚大学校园设计与规划实验室的主任C.肯尼思·坦纳对此进行了研究。坦纳及其小组发现，在窗外至少50英尺内没有视觉阻碍的教室中学习的学生在词汇、语言艺术和数学测试中，比那些在窗外是马路或者停车场的教室里学习的学生，获得更高的分数。

最近的室内灯光设计研究显示，较暗的灯光可以使人们更加放松。如果这适用于普遍情况的话，那么在晚餐或者聚会时将灯光调暗可以使人们更加放松。哈佛医学院的研究人员同样发现，圆角家具可以使来访者放松。

迄今为止，科学家们主要研究的是公共场所建筑。“我们的研究数量十分有限，所以我们看待问题也就不会很全面，”建筑师戴维·阿利森称：“要如何才能回答非常具体的问题，并进行广泛而普遍的运用呢？这正是我们现在所努力的。”

E

20世纪经历了比从前任何世纪都更大的变化：变得更好或变得更坏；给人类带来了很多益处的改变，或置人类于危险境地的改变。造成这些变化的因素有很多，可就我而言，最重要的因素是科学的进步。

物理和生物学上的科学研究极大地拓宽了我们的视野。它使我们对物质和宇宙的结构有了更深刻的认识。它使我们对生命的本质和其持续的发展有了更深刻的认识。技术——即科学的应用——取得了巨大的进步，惠及我们生活的每一个方面。

21世纪持续的科学发展将会给人类带来更大的益处：在纯科学领域，人类会在各学术领域获得更深刻的理解；在应用科学方面，将会更合理地共享物质利益，同时会更好地保护环境。

然而令人悲伤的是，这美丽的图画还有另一面。科学创造一直被用来危害人类。科技用于开发和生产大规模杀伤性武器对地球上人类的持续生存构成了真正的威胁。在核武器方面我们已看到了这一点。尽管其实际运用迄今仅出现在二战中，现在已生产的、可随时投入使用的核武器数量巨大，一旦投入使用，就会导致整个人类的毁灭，以及许多种动物的灭绝。

威廉·莎士比亚说过：“我们的生活是吉凶交织而成的网。”以上对于仅仅是人类活动的一部分——科学——的应用的评论，似乎充分证明了莎士比亚所说的话。可情况非得如此吗？好坏总要交织在一起吗？人类的本性就是战争吗？

1. 从整体上把握文章逻辑结构和内容的能力；

问：7选5题型的解题方法是什么？
答：7选5题型针对阅读理解提出了更高层次的要求，不仅要求考生了解文章的整体结构，而且更重要的是要能够像庖丁解牛一样，理清各句、各段之间的逻辑关系，所以其解题方法不是单一的，而是需要从多个角度综合分析才能得出正确答案。本书独创“三位一体解题法”来帮助考生分析和解答该类题型。下面我们来具体讲解一下何为“三位一体解题法”。




三位一体解题法
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Evaluating Sources(来源)of Health Information

Making good choices about your own health requires reasonable evaluation. A key first step in bettering your evaluation ability is to look carefully at your sources of health information. Reasonable evaluation includes knowing where and how to find relevant information, how to separate fact from opinion, how to recognize poor reasoning, and how to analyze information and the reliability of sources.　1　


Go to the original source. Media reports often simplify the results of medical research. Find out for yourself what a study really reported, and determine whether it was based on good science. Think about the type of study.　2　


Watch for misleading language. Some studies will find that a behavior“contributes to”or is“associated with”an outcome; this does not mean that a certain course must lead to a certain result.　3　
 Carefully read or listen to information in order to fully understand it.

Use your common sense. If a report seems too good to be true, probably it is. Be especially careful of information con-tained in advertisements.　4　
 Evaluate“scientific”statements carefully, and be aware of quackery(江湖骗术).

 Friends and family members can be a great source of ideas and inspira-tion, but each of us needs to find a healthy lifestyle that works for us.

Developing the ability to evaluate reasonably and independently about health problems will serve you well throughout your life.

Until relatively recently, the vast majority of human beings lived and died without ever seeing a city. The first city was probably founded no more than 5,500 years ago.　1

To forgive is a virtue, but no one has ever said it is easy. When someone has deeply hurt you, it can be extremely difficult to let go of your hate. However, forgiveness is possible, and it can be surprisingly beneficial to your physical and mental health. People who forgive show less sadness, anger and stress and more hopefulness, according to a recent research.

The meaning of silence varies among cultural groups. Silences may be thoughtful, or they may be empty when a person has nothing to say. A silence in a conversation may also show stubbornness, uneasiness or worry. Silence may be viewed by some cultural groups as extremely uncomfortable; therefore attempts may be made to fill every gap(间隙)with conversation. Persons in other cultural groups value silence and view it as necessary for understanding a person’s needs.

Many Native Americans value silence and feel it is a basic part of communi-cating among people, just as some traditional Chinese and Thai persons do. Therefore, when a person from one of these cultures is speaking and suddenly stops, what may be implied(暗示)is that the person wants the listener to consider what has been said before continuing. In these cultures, silence is a call for reflection.

Other cultures may use silence in other ways, particularly when dealing with conflicts among people or in relationships of people with different amounts of power. For example, Russian, French, and Spanish persons may use silence to show agreement between parties about the topic under discussion. However, Mexicans may use silence when instructions are given by a person in authority rather than be rude to that person by arguing with him or her. In still another use, persons in Asian cultures may view silence as a sign of respect, particularly to an elder or a person in authority.

Nurses and other care-givers need to be aware of the possible meanings of silence when they come across the personal anxiety their patients may be experiencing. Nurses should recognize their own personal and cultural construction of silence so that a patient’s silence is not interrupted too early or allowed to go on unnecessarily. A nurse who understands the healing(治愈)value of silence can use this understanding to assist in the care of patients from their own and from other cultures.

桑德拉·戴·奥康纳（1930-今）

1952年，桑德拉·戴·奥康纳以全班第三名的成绩毕业于斯坦福法学院，但因为她是女性，所以在法律事务所找不到工作。后来她成为美国亚利桑那州的参议员，并于1981年，成为第一位在美国最高法院任职的女性。在最高法院任职的24年间，她对许多重要的案件起了决定性的作用。

罗莎·帕克斯（1913-2005）

1955年12月1日，在阿拉巴马州的蒙哥马利，罗莎·帕克斯乘坐公交车时不肯将座位让给另一位白人乘客。这件简单的小事却将帕克斯送进了监狱。同时，这件事也引发了蒙哥马利的公车抵制运动。这场运动持续了一年多时间，从而引发了民权运动。“我唯一厌倦的事情就是屈服让步。”帕克斯说。

作为得克萨斯州布朗斯维尔的第三代本地人，米尔德丽德·加尔扎从未想过搬离这里。即使女儿和儿子让她搬到圣安东尼奥市帮他们照顾孩子，她也委婉地拒绝了。后来经过一年的融洽讨论后，加尔扎女士终于同意搬离这里。这发生在四年前。今天，全家三代人都认为那次搬家是很成功的，因为那次搬家让他们比起分隔两地更加亲密。

搬去跟孩子住并不适用于所有人。几乎每个祖父母都想跟他们的孙辈住在一起，也愿意做出牺牲。但有时候不住在一起，时常去看望他们，是更加明智的选择。与孙辈相隔两地虽然很难，特别是得知孩子的生活很难的时候，但是放弃所熟悉的生活可能更难。

我叫彼得·霍兹，我是一名干细胞志愿快递员。自从2012年3月开始，我已经运送了89趟干细胞，其中51趟是送往国外。我有42小时运送放在小盒子里的干细胞，因为我带着两个冰袋，它们只能维持那么长时间。从干细胞从捐献者身上取出到移植到病人身上，我们最多有72小时，所以我总是对时间很敏感。

对于这份快递员的工作，你明白你的盒子里装的东西可能会挽救一个人的生命。

不同的文化族群，对沉默的定义也会不同。沉默可能是深思，也可能是一个人无话可说时的放空。一场谈话中的沉默可能是一种倔强，可能是一种不安，也可能是一种担忧。一些文化族群可能会觉得沉默是一种极其不适的状态，所以会努力填补谈话之间的空隙。另一些文化族群珍视沉默，认为沉默是理解人们需求的基础。

许多美国原住民重视沉默，他们认为沉默是人与人之间交流的基本组成部分，就像一些传统的中国人和泰国人一样。因此，当一个来自这样文化背景的人在说话时忽然停下来，这就意味着这个人想要他的听众思考他说过的话，然后再继续。在这样的文化中，沉默是一种对反思的呼唤。

在其他文化背景下，沉默可能会有其他作用，尤其是在处理人与人之间的矛盾冲突或不同权力下人与人之间的关系时。例如，俄罗斯人、法国人和西班牙人用沉默表示各方对于所讨论话题的赞同。然而，墨西哥人在当权者下达指令时会示之以沉默，而不是粗鲁地与其争执。此外，亚洲人认为沉默是一种尊重，尤其对年长的人或权威人士。

护士以及其他护理人员在发现病人正处于焦虑状态时，他们需要了解沉默所可能蕴含的意义。护士应该清楚他们自身对于沉默的理解以及他们的文化中对沉默的理解，这样一个病人沉默时才不会被过早地打断或任其无谓地发展。一个理解沉默治愈价值的护士能够运用这种理解帮助照顾同文化背景或不同文化背景的病人。

Your house may have an effect on your figure. Experts say the way you design your home could play a role in whether you pack on the pounds or keep them off. You can make your environment work for you instead of against you. Here are some ways to turn your home into part of your diet plan.

Open the curtains and turn up the lights. Dark environments are more likely to encourage overeating, for people are often less self-conscious(难为情)when they’re in poorly lit places—and so more likely to eat lots of food. If your home doesn’t have enough window light, get more lamps and flood the place with brightness.

Mind the colors. Research suggests warm colors fuel our appetites. In one study, people who ate meals in a blue room consumed 33 percent less than those in a yellow or red room. Warm colors like yellow make food appear more appetizing, while cold colors make us less hungry. So when it’s time to repaint, go blue.

Don’t forget the clock—or the radio. People who eat slowly tend to consume about 70 fewer calories(卡路里)per meal than those who rush through their meals. Begin keeping track of the time, and try to make dinner last at least 30 minutes. And while you’re at it, actually sit down to eat. If you need some help slowing down, turn on relaxing music. It makes you less likely to rush through a meal.

Downsize the dishes. Big serving bowls and plates can easily make us fat. We eat about 22 percent more when using a 12-inch plate instead of a 10-inch plate. When we choose a large spoon over a smaller one, total intake(摄入)jumps by 14 percent. And we’ll pour about 30 percent more liquid into a short, wide glass than a tall, skinny glass.

More students than ever before are taking a gap year(间隔年)before going to university. It used to be called the“year off”between school and university. The gap-year phenomenon originated(起源)with the months left over to Oxbridge applicants between entrance exams in November and the start of the next academic year.

This year, 25,310 students who have accepted places in higher education institutions have put off their entry until next year, according to statistics on university entrance provided by the University and College Admissions Service(UCAS).

That is a record 14.7%increase in the number of students taking a gap year. Tony Higgins from UCAS said that the statistics are good news for everyone in higher education. “Students who take a well-planned year out are more likely to be satisfied with, and complete, their chosen course. Students who take a gap year are often more mature and responsible,”he said.

But not everyone is happy. Owain James, the president of the National Union of Students(NUS), argued that the increase is evidence of student hardship—young people are being forced into earning money before finishing their education. “New students are now aware that they are likely to leave university up to￡15,000 in debt. It is not surprising that more and more students are taking a gap year to earn money to support their study for the degree. NUS statistics show that over 40%of students are forced to work during term time and the figure increases to 90%during vacating periods,”he said.

Since the first Earth Day in 1970, Americans have gotten a lot“greener”toward the environment. “We didn’t know at that time there even was an environment, let alone that there was a problem with it,”says Bruce Anderson, president of Earth Day USA.

But what began as nothing important in public affairs has grown into a social movement. Business people, political leaders, university professors, and especially millions of grass-roots Americans are taking part in the movement. “The understanding has increased many, many times,”says Gaylord Nelson, the former governor from Wisconsin, who thought up the first Earth Day.

According to US government reports, emissions(排放)from cars and trucks have dropped from 10.3 million tons a year to 5.5 million tons. The number of cities producing CO beyond the standard has been reduced from 40 to 9. Although serious problems still remain and need to be dealt with, the world is a safer and healthier place. A kind of“Green thinking”has become part of practices.

Great improvement has been achieved. In 1988 there were only 600 recycling(回收利用)programs; today in 1995 there are about 6,600. Advanced lights, motors, and building designs have helped save a lot of energy and therefore prevented pollution.

Twenty-five years ago, there were hardly any education programs for environment. Today, it’s hard to find a public school, university, or law school that does not have such kind of program. “Until we do that, nothing else will change!”say Bruce Anderson.

One of the latest trend(趋势)in American Childcare is Chinese au pairs. Au Pair in Stamford, for example, has got increasing numbers of request for Chinese au pairs from zero to around 4,000 since 2004. And that’s true all across the country.

“I thought it would be useful for him to learn Chinese at an early age,”Joseph Stocke, the managing director of a company, says of his 2-year old son. “I would at least like to give him the chance to use the language in the future.”After only six months of being cared by a 25-year-old woman from China, the boy can already understand basic Chinese daily expressions, his dad says.

Li Drake, a Chinese native raising two children in Minnesota with an American husband, had another reason for looking for an au pair from China. “Staying with a native speaker is better for children than simply sitting in a classroom,”says Suzanne Flynn, a professor in language education of children. “But parents must understand that just one year with au pair is unlikely to produce wonders. Complete mastery demands continued learning until the age of 10 or 12.”

The popularity of au pairs from China has been strengthened by the increasing numbers of American parents who want their children to learn Chinese. It is expected that American demand for au pairs will continue to rise in the next few years.

自从1970年第一个地球日以来，美国人对环境保护越来越重视了。美国地球日主席布鲁斯·安德森说：“我们那时甚至不知道有环境这一概念，更不用说环境问题了。”

儿童语言教学教授苏珊·弗林说：“对于儿童而言，和说母语的人待在一起要比单纯地坐在教室里（学习）好得多。但父母必须明白，让孩子和保育者在一起待一年时间是不可能产生奇迹的。要完整地掌握一门语言还需要继续学习直到他们10岁或12岁。”

越来越多的美国家长希望他们的孩子学习中文，而这种愿望加大了对中国保育者的需求。预计美国对中国保育者的需求量在未来几年里仍将持续上升。

You may think that sailing is a difficult sport, but it is really not hard to learn it. You do not need to be strong. But you need to be quick. And you need to understand a few basic rules about the wind.

First, you must ask yourself, “Where is the wind coming from? Is it coming from ahead or behind or from the side?”You must think about this all the time on the boat. The wind direction tells you what to do with the sail.

Let’s start with the wind blowing from the behind. This means the wind and the boat are going in the same direction. Then you must always keep the sail outside the boat. It should be at a 90°angle(角度)to the boat. Then it will catch the wind best.

If the wind is blowing from the side, it is blowing across the boat. In this case, you must keep the sail half way outside the boat. It should be at a 45°angle to the boat. It needs to be out far enough to catch the wind, but it shouldn’t flap(摆动). It shouldn’t look like on a flagpole. If it is flapping, it is probably out too far, and the boat will slow down.

Sailing into the wind is not possible. If you try, the sail will flap and the boat will stop. You may want to go in that direction. It is possible, but you can’t go in a straight line. You must go first in one direction and then in another. This is called tacking. When you are tacking, you must always keep the sail inside the boat.

Facial expressions carry meaning that is determined by situations and relationships. For example, in American culture(文化)the smile is in general an expression of pleasure. Yet it also has other uses. A woman’s smile at a police officer does not carry the same meaning as the smile she gives to a young child. A smile may show love or politeness. It can also hide true feelings. It often causes confusion(困惑)across cultures. For example, many people in Russia consider smiling at strangers in public to be unusual and even improper. Yet many Americans smile freely at strangers in public places(although this is less common in big cities). Some Russians believe that Americans smile in the wrong places; some Americans believe that Russians don’t smile enough. In Southeast Asian culture, a smile is frequently used to cover painful feelings. Vietnamese people may tell a sad story but end the story with a smile.

Our faces show emotions(情感), but we should not attempt to“read”people from another culture as we would“read”someone from our own culture. The fact that members of one culture do not express their emotions as openly as do members of another does not mean that they do not experience emotions. Rather, there are cultural differences in the amount of facial expressions permitted. For example, in public and in formal situations many Japanese do not show their emotions as freely as Americans do. When with friends, Japanese and Americans seem to show their emotions similarly.

It is difficult to generalize about Americans and facial expressiveness because of personal and cultural differences in the United States. People from certain cultural backgrounds in the United States seem to be more facially expressive than others. The key is to try not to judge people whose ways of showing emotion are different. 虽然面部可以显示我们的情感，但我们不能试图用“读懂”自己人的方式来“读懂”有着其他文化背景的人。事实上，拥有某种文化背景的人不像来自另一文化背景的人一样公开表达他们的情感并不意味着他们没有情感。事实上，被认可的面部表情量是存在文化差异的。例如，在公共场合和正式场合，许多日本人是不会像美国人那样自由地表达情感的。与朋友在一起时，日本人和美国人似乎都会用相似的方式表达情感。

在美国，由于个人及文化的差异，我们很难概括地谈论美国人和他们的面部表情。在美国，来自某一文化背景的人似乎比其他人的面部表情更丰富。关键是，不要试图评价那些情感表达方式不同的人。如果根据我们自己的文化习惯来评价他人，我们可能会“误读”其他人的意思。

休斯敦博物馆馆长乔尔·巴奇说：“不论是过去还是现在，埃塞俄比亚丰富的文化都是世界上最具神秘性的文化之一。”

为期6年的巡展还将在华盛顿、纽约、丹佛和芝加哥进行。官方表示另外还有6个美国城市也在巡展之列，但计划尚未推出。

与露西骨骼化石一起巡展的还有其他190种化石。

露西的名字来源于披头士乐队的一首歌，而这首歌就是发现她的那个晚上一个营地里正在唱的。露西是一个曾经有3英尺高的猿人骨骼的一部分。

“The making of a mural enters people’s collective memory as an extraor-dinary, pleasant moment in neighborhood history,”says Golden, who began as a muralist in Los Angeles.

For those who study the development of intelligence(智力)in the animal world, self-awareness is an important measurement. An animal that is aware(意识)of itself has a high level of intelligence.

Awareness can be tested by studying whether the animal recognizes itself in the mirror, that is, its own reflected image(反射出的影像). Many animals fail this exercise bitterly, paying very little attention to the reflected image. Only humans, and some intelligent animals like apes and dolphins, have been shown to recognize that the image in the mirror is of themselves.

Now another animal has joined the club. In the Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences, researchers report that an Asian elephant has passed the mirror self-reflection test.

“We thought that elephants were the next important animal,”said Diana Reiss of the Wildlife Conservation Society, an author of the study with Joshua M. Plotnik and Fans B.M. de Waal of Emory University. With their large brains, Reiss said, elephants“seemed like cousins to apes and dolphins.”

The researchers tests Happy, Maxine and Patty, three elephants at the Bronx Zoo. They put an 8-foot-square mirror on a wall of the animals’play area(out of the sight of zoo visitors)and recorded what happened with cameras, including one built in the mirror.

The elephants used their long noses to find what was behind it, and to examine parts of their bodies.

Of the three, Happy then passed the test, in which a clear mark was painted on one side of her face. She could tell the mark was there by looking in the mirror, and she used the mirror to touch the mark with her long nose.

Diana Reiss said, “We knew elephants were intelligent, but now we can talk about their intelligence in a better way.”

Some years ago, I was hired by an American bank. I received a letter from the head of the Personnel Department that started, “Dear John, I am quite pleased that you have decided to join us.”That“quite”saddened me. I thought he was saying“we’re kind of pleased you decided to join us although I wish we had hired someone else.”Then I discovered that in American English“quite”sometimes means“very”, while in British English it means“fairly”.

So the first lesson about working in other countries is to learn the language and by that I don’t just mean the words people speak. It is body language, dress, manners, ideas and so on. The way people do things highlights
 many of the differences we see between cultures.

Some of these differences may be only on the surface—dress, food and hours of work—while others may be deeper and take longer to deal with. Mostly, it is just a question of getting used to the differences and accepting them, like the climate(气候), while getting on with business.

Some of the differences may be an improvement. People are more polite; the service is better; you ask for something to be done and it happens without having to ask again. However, other differences can be troubling, like punctuality(准时). If you invite people to a party at 7 o’clock, your guests will consider it polite to turn up exactly on time in Germany, five minutes early in the American Midwest, an hour early in Japan, 15 minutes afterwards in the UK, up to an hour afterwards in Italy and some time in the evening in Greece. 在布朗克斯动物园，研究人员测试了三头大象，它们是“开心”“玛克辛”和“帕蒂”。研究人员把一个8平方英尺的镜子装在动物嬉戏区域（不在动物园游客的视线之内）的一面墙上，并用相机记录发生的一切，其中一个相机安装在镜子里。

大象用它们的长鼻子去寻找藏在镜子后面的东西，并且检查它们身体的各个部分。

这三头大象中，“开心”通过了测试。测试时，它的一边脸上有一个明显的标记，它可以通过镜子找到这个标记的位置，并通过镜子中的影像用它的长鼻子来触摸这个标记。

戴安娜·赖斯说：“我们过去就知道大象是聪明的，但是现在我们可以用一种更好的方式来谈论它们的智力。”

几年前，我受雇于一家美国银行。我收到一封来自人事部门领导的来信，信的开头说：“亲爱的约翰，我相当高兴你决定加入我们。”这个“相当”让我很伤心，我以为他说的是“我们很高兴你决定加入我们，虽然我希望我们雇的是其他人”。随后我发现在美式英语中，quite有时指的是“很，非常”，然而在英式英语中它意味着“相当”。

有些差异可能是一种提升。人们变得更有礼貌；服务变得更好；你要求做的事情不需要再次强调就已经做了。然而，其他的差异可能会很麻烦，比如说准时的问题。如果你邀请人们来参加一个7点钟的聚会，那么在德国，你的客人会认为准时出现是礼貌的；在其他国家却是另一种情况——在美国中西部，早到5分钟；在日本，早到一小时；在英国，迟到15分钟；在意大利，迟到一小时；在希腊，在晚上的某个时候——这些都被认为是合宜的。我不喜欢用“迟到”这个词，因为人们到达的时间是没有任何问题的。这就是在他们自己的国家被接受的事情。

EDGEWOOD—Every morning at Dixie Heights High School, customers pour into a special experiment: the district’s first coffee shop run mostly by students with special learning needs.

Well before classes start, students and teachers order Lattes, Cappuccinos and Hot Chocolates. Then, during the first period, teachers call in orders on their room phones, and students make deliveries.

By closing time at 9:20 a.m., the shop usually sells 90 drinks.

“Whoever made the chi tea, Ms. Schatzman says it was good,”Christy McKinley, a second year student, announced recently, after hanging up with the teacher.

The shop is called the Dixie PIT, which stands for Power in Transition. Although some of the students are not disabled, many are, and the PIT helps them prepare for life after high school.

They learn not only how to run a coffee shop but also how to deal with their affairs. They keep a timecard and receive paychecks, which they keep in check registers.

Special-education teachers Kim Chevalier and Sue Casey introduced the Dixie PIT from a similar program at Kennesaw Mountain High School in Georgia.

Not that it was easy. Chevalier’s first problem to overcome was product-related. Should schools be selling coffee? What about sugar content?

Kenton County Food Service Director Ginger Gray helped. She made sure all the drinks, which use non-fat milk, fell within nutrition(营养)guidelines.

The whole school has joined in to help. Teachers agreed to give up their lounge(休息室)in the morning. Art students painted the name of the shop on the wall. Business students designed the paychecks. The basketball team helped pay for cups.

Using these four claws, together with the beak(喙), they can climb about in the bushes, looking very much like primitive birds must have done. During the drier months between December and March hoatzins fly about the forest in groups of 20 to 30 birds, but in April, when the rainy season begins, they collect together in smaller living units of two to seven birds for producing purposes.

Anyone who cares about what schools and colleges teach and how their students learn will be interested in the memoir(回忆录)of Ralph W. Tyler, who is one of the most famous men in American education.

Born in Chicago in 1902, brought up and schooled in Nebraska, the 19-year-old college graduate Ralph Tyler became hooked on teaching
 while teaching as a science teacher in South Dakota and changed his major from medicine to education.

Graduate work at the University of Chicago found him connected with honorable educators Charles Judd and W. W. Charters, whose ideas of teaching and testing had an effect on his later work. In 1927, he became a teacher of Ohio State University where he further developed a new method of testing.

Tyler became well-known nationally in 1938, when he carried his work with the Eight-Year Study from Ohio State University to the University of Chicago at the invitation of Robert Hutchins.

Tyler was the first director of the Center for Advanced Study in the Behavioral Sciences at Stanford, a position he held for fourteen years. There, he firmly believed that researchers should be free to seek an independent(独立的)spirit in their work.

Although Tyler officially retired in 1967, he never actually retired. He served on a long list of educational organizations in the United States and abroad. Even in his 80s he traveled across the country to advise teachers and management people on how to set objectives(目标)that develop the best teaching and learning within their schools.

任何关心学校和大学教授什么以及学生如何学习的人都会对拉尔夫·W. 泰勒的回忆录感兴趣。拉尔夫·W. 泰勒是美国教育界最知名的人物之一。

拉尔夫·W. 泰勒于1902年出生于芝加哥，在内布拉斯加州长大和读书。当时这位19岁的大学毕业生在南达科他州担任理科教师，并深深陶醉其中。之后他从医学专业转为教育专业。

在芝加哥大学的研究生学习经历让他和杰出的教育家查尔斯·贾德和W.W.查特斯结缘，而两位大家对于教学和测试的理念也影响了他之后的工作。1927年，他成为俄亥俄州立大学的一名教师，在那里他进一步完善了一种新的测试方式。

泰勒真正闻名全国是在1938年。就在那年，他受罗伯特·哈钦斯之邀，带着8年来在俄亥俄州立大学的研究成果来到了芝加哥大学。

泰勒是斯坦福大学行为科学高级研究中心的第一任主管，主持工作14年。他始终坚信研究者应该在工作中保持自由独立的精神。

泰勒虽然在1967年正式退休，但他却从未真正停止脚步。无论在美国国内还是海外的教育机构名单中，你都可以看到泰勒的名字。即使在他80岁高龄时，他依旧走遍全美，就是为了指导教师和管理者如何设定目标来发展学校里最优质的教学。

Being a public figure today, however, is a lot more difficult than it used to be. Superstars cannot move about without worrying about photographers with modern cameras. When they say something silly or do something ridiculous, there is always the Internet to spread the news in minutes and keep their“story”alive forever.

If fame is so troublesome, why aren’t all celebrities running away from it? The answer is there are still ways to deal with it. Some stars stay calm by surrounding themselves with trusted friends and family or by escaping to remote places away from big cities. They focus not on how famous they are but on what they love to do or whatever made them famous in the first place.

Sometimes a few celebrities can get a little justice. Still, even stars who enjoy full justice often complain about how hard their lives are. They are tired of being famous already.

Kind-hearted parents have unknowingly left their children defenseless against failure. The generation born between 1980 and 2001 grew up playing sports where scores and performance were played down because“everyone’s a winner.”And their report cards sounded more positive(正面的)than ever before. As a result, Stanford University professor Carol Dweck, PhD, calls them“the overpraised generation”.

Dweck has been studying how people deal with failure for 40 years. Her research has led her to find out two clearly different mind-sets that have a great effect on how we react to it. Here’s how they work:

A fixed mind-set is grounded in the belief that talent(才能)is genetic—you’re a born artist, point guard, or numbers person. The fixed mind-set believes it’s sure to succeed without much effort and regards failure as personal shame. When things get difficult, it’s quick to blame, lie, and even stay away from future difficulties.

On the other hand, a growth mind-set believes that no talent is entirely heaven-sent and that effort and learning make everything possible. Because the ego(自尊)isn’t on the line as much, the growth mind-set sees failure as a chance rather than shame. When faced with a difficulty, it’s quick to rethink, change and try again. In fact, it enjoys this experience.

We are all born with growth mind-sets. (Otherwise, we wouldn’t be able to live in the world.)But parents, teachers, and instructors often push us into fixed mind-sets by encouraging certain actions and misdirecting praise. Dweck’s book, Mind-set: The New Psychology of Success, and online instructional program explain this in depth. But she says there are many little things you can start doing today to make sure that your children, grandchildren and even you are never defeated by failure.

不知不觉中，心地善良的父母让他们的孩子在困难面前毫无防备之力。在1980年到2001年之间出生的这一代人，运动中的比分和表现都不被看重，因为“人人都是赢家”。他们的成绩单也让人听起来要比以前更加正面。因此，斯坦福大学教授卡罗尔·德韦克博士将这一代称为“被过度赞扬的一代”。

40年来，德韦克一直在研究人们怎样处理失败的问题。她发现了两种截然不同的思维方式，且二者还会影响我们对其做出反应。以下是它们的原理：

固定型思维模式建立在相信才能来自于遗传的基础上。它相信艺术家、组织后卫和善于与数字打交道的人都是天生的。固定型思维模式认为没有足够的努力，也可以获得成功，并视失败为个人耻辱。当事情变得困难时，责备、撒谎甚至是逃避未来的困难都是第一反应。

Think of the recorded message you hear, played over and over, as you wait on hold when calling your bank: “Your call will be answered in the order in which it was received.”This is essential for the morals of the queue. It’s as if the company is trying to ease our impatience with fairness.

But don’t take the recorded message too seriously. Today, some people’s calls are answered faster than others. Call center technology enables companies to“score”incoming calls and to give faster service to those that come from rich places. You might call this telephonic queue jumping.

Of course, markets and queues are not the only ways of allocating things. Some goods we distribute by merit, others by need, still others by chance. However, the tendency of markets to replace queues, and other non-market ways of allocating goods is so common in modern life that we scarcely notice it anymore. It is striking that most of the paid queue-jumping schemes we’ve considered—at airports and amusement parks, in call centers, doctors’offices, and national parks—are recent developments, scarcely imaginable three decades ago. The disappearance of the queues in these places may seem an unusual concern, but these are not the only places that markets have entered.

Fear may be felt in the heart as well as in the head, according to a study that has found a link between the cycles of a beating heart and the chance of someone feeling fear.

Tests on healthy volunteers found that they were more likely to feel a sense of fear at the moment when their hearts are contracting(收缩)and pumping blood around their bodies, compared with the point when the heartbeat is relaxed. Scientists say the results suggest that the heart is able to influence how the brain responds to a fearful event, depending on which point it is at in its regular cycle of contraction and relaxation.

Sarah Garfinkel at the Brighton and Sussex Medical School said: “Our study shows for the first time that the way in which we deal with fear is different depending on when we see fearful pictures in relation to our heart.”

The study tested 20 healthy volunteers on their reactions to fear as they were shown pictures of fearful faces. Dr. Garfinkel said, “The study showed that fearful faces are better noticed when the heart is pumping than when it is relaxed. Thus our hearts can also affect what we see and what we don’t see—and guide whether we see fear.”

To further understand this relationship, the scientists also used a brain scanner(扫描仪)to show how the brain influences the way the heart changes a person’s feeling of fear.

“We have found an important mechanism
 by which the heart and brain‘speak’to each other to change our feelings and reduce fear,”Dr. Garfinkel said.

“We hope that by increasing our understanding about how fear is dealt with and ways that it could be reduced, we may be able to develop more successful treatments for anxiety disorders, and also for those who may be suffering from serious stress disorder.”

当然，市场和排队原则并不是唯一的分配方式。有些物品根据价值分配，有的根据需求分配，有的则是随机分配。然而，市场原则取代排队原则和其他分配商品的非市场原则的趋势在现代生活中很常见，以至于我们几乎不会注意到它。发生在机场、游乐园、呼叫中心、医生办公室以及国家公园的大部分付费插队行为仅仅是最近几年才有的事，这一点着实令人震惊，而在30年前几乎难以想象。这些地方队列的消失似乎是一个不同寻常的问题，但这并不是市场渗入的唯一场所。

加芬克尔博士说：“我们发现了一个重要机制——心脏和大脑彼此的‘对话’能够改变我们的感觉，从而减少恐惧。”

“希望通过增加我们对如何处理恐惧以及减少恐惧的方法的理解，我们能为焦虑症患者以及那些可能患有严重应激障碍的人开发出更多成功的治疗方案。”

Today about 70 countries use Daylight Saving Time(DST). Daylight Saving was first introduced during World War I in Australia. During the world wars, DST was used for the late summers beginning January 1917 and 1942, and the full summers beginning September 1942 and 1943.

In 1967, Tasmania experienced a drought(干旱). The State Government introduced one hour of daylight saving that summer as a way of saving power and water. Tasmanians liked the idea of daylight saving and the Tasmanian Government has declared daylight saving each summer since 1968. Persuaded by the Tasmanian Government, all states except two passed a law in 1971, for a test use of daylight saving. In 1972, New South Wales, South Australia and Victoria joined Tasmania for regular daylight saving, but Queensland did not do so until 1989.

Tasmania, Queensland and South Australia have had irregular plans, often changing their dates due to politics or festivals(节日). For example, in 1992, Tasmania extended(延长)daylight saving by an extra month while South Australia began extending daylight saving by two weeks for the Adelaide Festival. Special daylight saving plans were made during the Sydney 2000 Olympic Games.

The differences in daylight saving in Australia continue to cause serious problems in transport and many other social activities. It also reduces the number of hours in the working day that are common to all centers in the country. In particular, time differences along the east coast cause major differences, especially for the broadcasters of national radio and television.

Throughout the history of the arts, the nature of creativity has remained constant to artists. No matter what objects they select, artists are to bring forth new forces and forms that cause change—to find poetry
 where no one has ever seen or experienced it before.

Landscape(风景)is another unchanging element of art. It can be found from ancient times through the 17th-century Dutch painters to the 19th-century romanticists and impressionists. In the 1970s Alfred Leslie, one of the new American realists, continued this practice. Leslie sought out the same place where Thomas Cole, a romanticist, had produced paintings of the same scene a century and a half before. Unlike Cole who insists on a feeling of loneliness and the idea of finding peace in nature, Leslie paints what he actually sees. In his paintings, there is no particular change in emotion, and he includes ordinary things like the highway in the background. Besides, all art begs the age-old question: What is real? Each generation of artists has shown their understanding of reality in one form or another. To sum up, understanding reality is a necessary struggle for artists of all periods.

现在全球大约有70个国家使用夏时制。夏时制最初是在一战时的澳大利亚使用的。在世界大战期间，夏时制被用于1917年和1942年从1月份开始的夏末，也在1942年和1943年从9月份开始的整个夏季使用过。

1967年，塔斯马尼亚经历了一场干旱。就在那个夏天，政府用节约1小时日光使用时间来节省电力和水资源。塔斯马尼亚人民很喜欢节约日光的想法，于是塔斯马尼亚州政府于1968年宣布每年夏天都使用夏时制。在塔斯马尼亚州政府的劝说下，除了两个州以外，其他所有州都在1971年通过了法律，旨在检验夏时制的实施效果。在1972年，新南威尔士、南澳大利亚和维多利亚州也加入塔斯马尼亚开始推行夏时制，但是直到1989年，昆士兰才加入夏时制行列。

塔斯马尼亚、昆士兰和南澳大利亚有着不太规律的夏时制计划。这些地区经常会因为政治或节日活动而改变日期。比如，1992年，塔斯马尼亚将夏时制延长了一个月，而南澳大利亚由于阿德莱德艺术节将夏时制延长了两周。在2000年的悉尼奥运会期间，还制定了特别的夏时制。

澳大利亚不同的夏时制给交通和很多其他的社会活动带来了持续的严峻问题。它同样也减少了整个国家各个市中心的正常工作日时间。尤其在东海岸沿线，不同的夏时制也导致了国家广播和电视播放的不同步。

Thousands of people living in the Chinese capital will celebrate the start of the Chinese New year by heading for the ski resorts(滑雪场). Never mind that Beijing’s dry weather seldom produces snow. It is cold enough in winter for snow-making machines to make a covering for the hills north to the capital. In recent years ski resorts offering natural snow have opened in China. But many are in faraway areas of the country and can’t really match the equipment and services of some ski resorts in Europe.

Beijing’s skiing craze is partly a result of the recent increase in private(私有的)cars. This has led to the growth of a leisure industry
 in the capital’s suburbs(郊区), which until the late-1990s were unreachable to ordinary people.

While small may be beautiful, tall is just plain uncomfortable it seems, particularly when it comes to staying in hotels and eating in restaurants.

The Tall Persons Club Great Britain(TPCGB), which was formed six months ago to campaign for the needs of the tall, has turned its attention to hotels and restaurants. Beds that are too small, shower heads that are too low, and restaurant tables with hardly any leg-room all make life difficult for those of above average height, it says.

“The bedding industry says a bed should be six inches larger than the person using it, so even a king-size bed at 6′6″(6 feet and 6 inches)is falling short for 25%of men, while the standard 6′3″bed caters for less than half of the male population.”said TPCGB president Phil Heinricy, “seven-foot beds would work fine.”

Similarly, restaurant tables can cause no end of problems. Small tables, which mean the long-legged have to sit a foot or so away from them, are enough to make tall customers go elsewhere.

Some have already taken note, however. At Queens Moat Houses’Caledoman Hotel in Edinburgh, 6′6″beds are now put in as standard after requests for longer beds from taller visitors, particularly Americans.

“广告”指的是为了让产品与服务引起人们关注而进行的任何形式的公告。纵观历史，广告一直是促进贸易和商品销售的一种有效途径。在中世纪，商人们雇用“街头公告员”大声朗读公告信息以促销商品。15世纪印刷术发明后，广告页就可以轻松印刷出来，要么贴在公共场所，要么夹在书中。

17世纪末，报纸开始有了大量读者，于是印刷品就成了促销商品和服务的一个重要方式。《伦敦宪报》是第一家专门留出广告位的报纸。这一尝试非常成功，到17世纪末时，好几家公司开启了为商家制作报纸广告的业务。

在整个18世纪，广告业迅速扩张。广告撰写人开始更加关注广告文本的设计。从衣物到饮料，每一样东西都在广告中用聪明的手段得到促销，例如，对公司名称或产品的重复，用吸引眼球的模式排版文字，使用漂亮的图片和容易记住的表达等等。

近19世纪末期时，那些专注于广告制作的公司就被称为“广告商”。这些广告商开发出一些新的方法让人们认为自己属于某一群体。在整个20世纪，广告商把消费主义提升为一种生活方式，并传播一个理念，那就是只有当人们买到“正确”的产品时才能感到快乐。

身材小巧也许显得美丽，而身材高大看起来就明显不太方便了，特别是在住宾馆或在餐厅吃饭的时候。

然而，有些地方已经注意到这个问题。在高个子旅客，特别是美国旅客的请求下，爱丁堡的皇后河畔别墅苏格兰人酒店已经把普通床标准定为6英尺6英寸。

Grown-ups are often surprised by how well they remember something they learned as children but have never practiced ever since. A man who has not had a chance to go swimming for years can still swim as well as ever when he gets back in the water. He can get on a bicycle after many years and still ride away. He can play catch and hit a ball as well as his son. A mother who has not thought about the words for years can teach her daughter the poem that begins“Twinkle, twinkle, little star”or remember the story of Cinderella or Goldilocks and the Three Bears.

One explanation is the law of overlearning, which can be stated as follows: Once we have learned something, additional learning trials(尝试)increase the length of time we will remember it.

In childhood we usually continue to practice such skills as swimming, bicycle riding, and playing baseball long after we have learned them. We continue to listen to and remind ourselves of words such as“Twinkle, twinkle, little star”and childhood tales such as Cinderella and Goldilocks. We not only learn but overlearn.

The multiplication tables(乘法口诀表)are an exception to the general rule that we forget rather quickly the things that we learn in school, because they are another of the things we overlearn in childhood.

The law of overlearning explains why cramming(突击学习)for an examination, though it may result in a passing grade, is not a satisfactory way to learn a college course. By cramming, a student may learn the subject well enough to get by on the examination, but he is likely soon to forget almost everything he learned. A little overlearning, on the other hand, is really necessary for one’s future development.

Passenger pigeons(旅鸽)once flew over much of the United States in unbelievable numbers. Written accounts from the 18th and 19th centuries described flocks(群)so large that they darkened the sky for hours.

It was calculated that when its population reached its highest point, there were more than 3 billion passenger pigeons—a number equal to 24 to 40 percent of the total bird population in the United States, making it perhaps the most abundant bird in the world. Even as late as 1870 when their numbers had already become smaller, a flock believed to be 1 mile wide and 320 miles(about 515 kilometers)long was seen near Cincinnati.

Sadly, the abundance of passenger pigeons may have been their undoing. Where the birds were most abundant, people believed there was an ever-lasting supply and killed them by the thousands. Commercial hunters attracted them to small clearings with grain, waited until pigeons had settled to feed, then threw large nets over them, taking hundreds at a time. The birds were shipped to large cities and sold in restaurants.

By the closing decades of the 19th century, the hardwood forests where passenger pigeons nested had been damaged by Americans’need for wood, which scattered(驱散)the flocks and forced the birds to go farther north, where cold temperatures and spring storms contributed to their decline. Soon the great flocks were gone, never to be seen again.

In 1897, the state of Michigan passed a law prohibiting the killing of passenger pigeons, but by then, no sizable flocks had been seen in the state for 10 years. The last confirmed wild pigeon in the United States was shot by a boy in Pike County, Ohio, in 1900. For a time, a few birds survived under human care. The last of them, known affectionately as Martha, died at the Cincinnati Zoological Garden on September 1, 1914.

As more and more people speak the global languages of English, Chinese, Spanish, and Arabic, other languages are rapidly disappearing. In fact, half of the 6,000–7,000 languages spoken around the world today will likely die out by the next century, according to the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization(UNESCO).

In an effort to prevent language loss, scholars from a number of organizations—UNESCO and National Geographic among them—have for many years been documenting dying languages and the cultures they reflect.

Mark Turin, a scientist at the Macmillan Center, Yale University, who specializes in the languages and oral traditions of the Himalayas, is following in that tradition
 . His recently published book, A grammar of Thangmi with an Ethnolinguistic Introduction to the Speakers and Their Culture, grows out of his experience living, working, and raising a family in a village in Nepal.

Documenting the Thangmi language and culture is just a starting point for Turin, who seeks to include other languages and oral traditions across the Himalayan reaches of India, Nepal, Bhutan, and China. But he is not content to simply record these voices before they disappear without record.

At the University of Cambridge Turin discovered a wealth of important materials—including photographs, films, tape recordings, and field notes—which had remained unstudied and were badly in need of care and protection.

Now, through the two organizations that he has founded—the Digital Himalaya Project and the World Oral Literature Project—Turin has started a campaign to make such documents, found in libraries and stores around the world, available not just to scholars but to the younger generations of communities from whom the materials were originally collected. Thanks to digital technology and the widely available Internet, Turin notes, the endangered languages can be saved and reconnected with speech communities.

曾有数量相当庞大的旅鸽几乎飞越美国全境。据18世纪和19世纪的记载，大群的旅鸽飞过时，当地的天空都曾变暗数小时。

据计算，当旅鸽的数量达到顶峰时，大约有30多亿只，占美国鸟类总量的24%到40%，可能也是世界上数量最多的鸟。甚至到了1870年，它们的数量已经有所减少时，人们还是在辛辛那提附近看到了1英里宽、320英里长（约515公里）的鸟群。

可悲的是，庞大的数量可能为旅鸽的毁灭埋下了祸根。在旅鸽数量最多的地方，人们认为会有源源不断的鸟来供给，因而成千地捕杀它们。商业猎人用谷物将它们引至林间的小空地，等待着，直到旅鸽停下来觅食，再用大网将它们网住，一次能逮住几百只。这些鸟被运往大城市，卖给餐厅。

19世纪的最后几十年，随着美国人对木材需求的增加，旅鸽筑巢的硬木树林被破坏，这使鸟群变得分散并被迫向更北的地方迁徙，而北部的低温和春季暴风雪也导致旅鸽数量下降。不久，成群的旅鸽消失，再也没有出现过。

随着越来越多的人说英语、汉语、西班牙语以及阿拉伯语这些全球性语言，其他一些语言正迅速消失。事实上，根据联合国教科文组织的研究，现有的六七千种语言中有一半有可能会在下个世纪前消失。

为了阻止语言的消失，来自包括联合国教科文组织和国家地理学会等大量组织机构的学者多年来一直在记录濒临消亡的语言及其反映的文化。

马克·图林是耶鲁大学麦克米伦中心的一名科学家，专门研究喜马拉雅语言及其口语习俗，他一直遵循这一传统。他最近出版的书《塔米语语法及其使用者和文化的民族语言学介绍》源于他在尼泊尔一个村庄生活、工作以及抚养家庭的经历。

现在，通过他创立的两个组织——数字喜马拉雅工程和世界口头文学工程——图林展开了一场运动，旨在使这些记录在世界各地的图书馆和商店都可以找到，不仅学者们可以加以利用，来自这些记录收集地区的年轻人也可以利用。图林指出，得益于数码技术和广泛普及的互联网，濒危语言能够得以保存并再次和这些语言群体建立联系。

A Scotsman improved on this design in the 1820s and a strong, lasting road surface became a reality. At around the same time, metal hubs(the central part of a wheel)came into being, followed by the pneumatic tyre(充气轮胎)in 1846. Alloy wheels were invented in 1967, sixty years after the appearance of tarmacked roads(柏油路). As wheel design took off, vehicles got faster and faster.

When international aid is given, steps must be taken to ensure(确保)that the aid reaches the people for whom it is intended. The way to achieve this may not be simple. It is very difficult for a nation to give help directly to people in another nation. The United Nations Organization(UNO)could undertake to direct the distribution of aid. Here however rises the problem of costs. Also tied with this is time. Perhaps the UNO could set up a body of devoted men and women in every country who can speedily distribute aid to victims of floods and earthquakes.

More than the help that one nation can give to another during a disaster, it would be more effective to give other forms of help during normal times. A common proverb says, “Give me a fish and I eat for day, teach me to fish and I eat for a lifetime
 .”If we follow this wise saying, it would be right to teach people from less developed nations to take care of themselves. For example, a country could share its technology with another. This could be in simple areas like agriculture or in more complex areas like medical and health care or even in building satellites. Even a small country is able to help less developed nations. Sometimes what is taken for granted, like the setting up of a water purification plant or the administration of a school, could be useful for countries which are looking about to solve common problems. It does not cost much to share such simple things. Exchange students could be attached for a number of months or years and learn the required craft while on the site. They can then take their knowledge back to their homelands and if necessary come back from time to time to clear doubts or to update themselves. Such aid will be truly helpful and there is no chance of it being temporary or of it falling into the wrong hands.

Many countries run extensive courses in all sorts of skills. It will not cost much to include deserving foreigners in these courses. Besides giving effective help to the countries concerned, there is also the build-up of friendships to consider. Giving direct help by giving materials may be effective in the short run and must continue to be given in the event of emergencies. However, in the long run what is really effective would be the sharing of knowledge.

Many people think that listening is a passive business. It is just the opposite. Listening well is an active exercise of our attention and hard work. It is because they do not realize this, or because they are not willing to do the work, that most people do not listen well.

Listening well also requires total concentration upon someone else. An essential part of listening well is the rule known as“bracketing”. Bracketing includes the temporary giving up or setting aside of your own prejudices and desires, to experience as far as possible someone else’s world from the inside, stepping into his or her shoes
 . Moreover, since listening well involves bracketing, it also involves a temporary acceptance of the other person. Sensing this acceptance, the speaker will seem quite willing to open up the inner part of his or her mind to the listener. True communication is under way and the energy required for listening well is so great that it can be accomplished only by the will to extend oneself for mutual growth.

Most of the time we lack this energy. Even though we may feel in our business dealings or social relationships that we are listening well, what we are usually doing is listening selectively. Often we have a prepared list in mind and wonder, as we listen, how we can achieve certain desired results to get the conversation over as quickly as possible or redirected in ways more satisfactory to us. Many of us are far more interested in talking than in listening, or we simply refuse to listen to what we don’t want to hear.

It wasn’t until toward the end of my doctor career that I have found the knowledge that one is being truly listened to is frequently therapeutic(有疗效的). In about a quarter of the patients I saw, surprising improvement was shown during the first few months of psychotherapy(心理疗法), before any of the roots of problems had been uncovered or explained. There are several reasons for this phenomenon, but chief among them, I believe, was the patient’s sense that he or she was being truly listened to, often for the first time in years, and for some, perhaps for the first time ever.

One might expect that the ever-growing demands of the tourist trade would bring nothing but good for the countries that receive the holiday-makers. Indeed, a rosy picture is painted for the long-term future of the holiday industry. Every month sees the building of a new hotel somewhere, and every month another rock-bound Pacific island is advertised as the“last paradise(天堂)on earth”.

However, the scale and speed of this growth seem set to destroy the very things tourists want to enjoy. In those countries where there was a rush to make quick money out of sea-side holidays, over-crowded beaches and the concrete jungles of endless hotels have begun to lose their appeal.

Those countries with little experience of tourism can suffer most. In recent years, Nepal set out to attract foreign visitors to fund developments in health and education. Its forests, full of wildlife and rare flowers, were offered to tourists as one more untouched paradise. Ancient tracks became major routes for the walkers, with the consequent exploitation of precious trees and plants.

许多国家都开设了不同种类的技能课程。向值得帮助的外国人提供这些课程也不会花费很多钱。除了给予有关国家有效的帮助之外，还需考虑建立友好关系。以提供物质的方式给予直接帮助可能在短期内有效，在突发事件发生时仍须继续提供帮助。然而，从长远来看，真正有效的帮助是知识的共享。

值得庆幸的是，旅游业唤醒了接待游客国家的责任意识。保护野生生物，建立国家公园与旅游开发密切相关，并且，事实上，还从旅游公司获得资金支持。同时，鼓励游客不仅要尊重他们所游览的乡村，还要尊重当地的人民。

未来十年旅游业的管理方式将会决定它的命运，也将决定我们都想去旅游的国家的命运。这些国家的需求和存在的问题比那些旅游公司的需求和问题更重要。增加对全球旅游规划的理解可以保护这些公司的市场。如果不这样做的话，现在真正吸引游客的东西很有可能在几年内就会被毁坏。

Decision-making under Stress

A new review based on a research shows that acute stress affects the way the brain considers the advantages and disadvantages, causing it to focus on pleasure and ignore the possible negative(负面的)consequences of a decision.

The research suggests that stress may change the way people make choices in predictable ways.

“Stress affects how people learn,”says Professor Mara Mather. “People learn better about positive than negative outcomes under stress.”

For example, two recent studies looked at how people learned to connect images(影像)with either rewards or punishments. In one experiment, some of the participants were first stressed by having to give a speech and do difficult math problems in front of an audience; in the other, some were stressed by having to keep their hands in ice water. In both cases, the stressed participants remembered the rewarded material more accurately and the punished material less accurately than those who hadn’t gone through the stress.

This phenomenon is likely not surprising to anyone who has tried to resist eating cookies or smoking a cigarette while under stress—at those moments, only the pleasure associated with such activities comes to mind. But the findings further suggest that stress may bring about a double effect. Not only are rewarding experiences remembered better, but negative consequences are also easily recalled.

The research also found that stress appears to affect decision-making differently in men and women. While both men and women tend to focus on rewards and less on consequences under stress, their responses to risk turn out to be different.

Men who had been stressed by the cold-water task tended to take more risks in the experiment while women responded in the opposite way. In stressful situations in which risk-taking can pay off big, men may tend to do better, when caution weighs more, however, women will win.

This tendency to slow down and become more cautious when decisions are risky might also help explain why women are less likely to become addicted than men: they may more often avoid making the risky choices that eventually harden into addiction.

Which are you more likely to have with you at any given moment—your cell phone or your wallet? Soon you may be able to throw your wallet away and pay for things with a quick wave of your smart phone over an electronic scanner.

In January, Starbucks announced that customers could start using their phones to buy coffee in 6,800 of its states. This is the first pay-by-phone practice in the U.S., but we’re likely to see more wireless payment alternatives as something called near field communication(NFC)gets into America’s consumer electronics. Last December some new smart phones which contain an NFC chip were introduced to the public.

Already in use in parts of Asia and Europe, NFC allows shoppers to wave their phones a few inches above a payment terminal—a contact-free system built for speed and convenience. But before NFC becomes widely adopted in the U.S., a few problems need to be worked out, like who will get to collect the profitable transaction(交易)fees. Although some credit card providers have been experimenting with wave-and-pay systems that use NFC-enabled credit cards, cell phone service providers may try to muscle their way into the point-of-sale(POS)market. Three big cell phone service providers have formed a joint venture(合资企业)that will go into operation over the next 15 months. Its goal is“to lead the U.S. payments industry from cards to mobile phones.”

The other big NFC issue, apart from how payments will be processed, is security. For instance, what’s to stop a thief from digitally pick-pocketing you? “We’re still not at the point where an attacker can just brush against you in a crowd and steal all the money out of your phone,”says Jimmy Shah, a mobile-security researcher. “Users may also be able to set transaction limits, perhaps requiring a password to be entered for larger purchases.”

Still uneasy about this digital-wallet business? Keep in mind that if you lose your smart phone, it can be located on a map and remotely disabled. Plus, your phone can be password protected, your wallet isn’t.

压力之下做决定

一项以调研为基础的新报告显示，强大的压力会影响大脑权衡利弊的方式，使大脑集中注意力在愉悦的事情上，而忽视决策可能产生的负面影响。

研究表明压力可能会以可预测的方式改变人们做选择的方式。

玛拉·马瑟教授说：“压力影响人们如何学习。在压力下，人们学习积极效果要比消极效果好得多。”

例如，最近的两项研究就着眼于人们怎样学会把影像与奖励或惩罚关联起来。在一项试验中，通过必须在观众面前发表演讲和做一些难解的数学题的方式向其中一些参与者第一次施压；在另一项试验中，通过必须把手浸在冰水里的方式向一些参与者施压。在这两种情况下，与那些没有被施压的人相比，受压的参与者能更加精确地记住物质奖励而不怎么记得物质惩罚。

这一现象对于曾尽力抵制吃饼干或吸烟的人而言可能不奇怪。在处于压力之下的那些时刻，只有与这些活动相关的愉悦感进入脑海。但是研究结果进一步表明，压力可能会带来双重影响。不仅被奖励的经历会记得更清楚，负面影响也容易回想起来。

研究还发现，压力似乎对男女做决策的影响不同。在压力下，男女都趋向于注意奖励而较少注意后果，但他们对于风险的反应却不同。

男性在通过冰水测试进行施压的试验中更喜欢冒险，女性则有着相反的反应。在冒险可以获得更大收获的压力氛围中，男性会做得更好；然而，当谨慎更重要时，女性就会获胜。

在决策有风险时放慢速度并且更小心这一趋势可能会有助于解释为什么与男性相比，女性不那么容易上瘾：她们可能更会经常避免冒险选择那些最终可能会上瘾的东西。

什么东西更可能让你在任何时候都随身携带？——你的手机还是你的钱包？不久你可能就会把你的钱包扔到一边，用你的智能手机在电子扫描仪前快速晃动一下即可扫描付款。

一月，星巴克宣布顾客可以开始用他们的手机在它的6800个分店里买咖啡。这是手机支付在美国的首次尝试，但是当被称作近场通信的东西进入美国顾客的电子产品时，我们很有可能看到更多的无线支付选择。去年十二月，一些内置近场通信芯片的新款智能手机被引入市场。

近场通信已经在亚洲和欧洲的部分地区投入使用，它允许购物者在支付终端——一个为快捷支付而建的无触点系统——几英尺上晃动手机。但是近场通信在美国广泛使用之前，还有一些问题需要解决，比如谁去收集利润可观的交易费。尽管一些信用卡供应商一直在对能够使用近场通信信用卡的晃动支付系统进行测试，但是手机服务供应商可能会尝试在销售点市场上开拓一条道路。三大手机服务供应商合伙建立了一家合资企业，该企业将在未来15个月内开始运转。它的目标是“引领美国支付产业由用卡支付向手机支付发展。”

还对数字化钱包业务感到不安吗？牢记，如果你的智能手机丢了，它可以在地图上被定位，并远程遥控使其失去操作功能。另外，你的手机可以通过密码进行保护，但是你的钱包却不可以。

The freezing Northeast hasn’t been a terribly fun place to spend time this winter, so when the chance came for a weekend to Sarasota, Florida, my bags were packed before you could say“sunshine”. This evening, as on every Thursday night, psychologist Maud Lehanne is leading two of France’s favorite pastimes, coffee drinking and the“talking cure”. And they come to Lehanne’s group just to learn to say what they feel. “There’s a strong need in Paris for communication,”says Maurice Frisch, a caféLa Chope regular who works as religious instructor in a nearby church. “People have few real friends. 寒冷的美国东北部并不是度过这个冬季的好地方，所以当周末有机会去佛罗里达州的萨拉索塔时，在你说出“阳光”这个词之前我的行李就已经打包好了。想到海滩和橘子树，我动身前往那片温暖的充满维生素C的地方。当我们到达这片温暖的碧空之下时，我做了一个小小的感恩祷告。游泳池，品酒以及欣赏粉色的落日（一般在傍晚时分，而不是下午4点）把整个周末填得满满的，但最精彩也最让我中意的部分是上午7点去萨拉索塔农贸市场的一次探险，尤其是在吃了数月寒天的根类蔬菜而感到生活沉闷之后，这次探索之旅证明早起还是非常值得的。

这个建立于1979年的市场，无论晴雨，都会在每周六上午7点到下午1点沿着北柠檬街和州街支起帐篷。一筐筐完好的红草莓，喷了红漆的爪哇咖啡手推车；还有硕大柔软圆滚滚红艳艳的西红柿，尤其令人欣喜。

因为对许多破碎的蔓上成熟的承诺失望了，多年来我一直拒绝在冬天买西红柿。无论商店里出售的西红柿看起来多么诱人，一旦被带回家，它们就会变得干瘪坚硬，没有味道。但在布朗的果园农场的某一个摊位上，我带着怀疑地买了一些新鲜柔软、和我拳头一样大小的西红柿回家。那真是一笔不错的买卖，那一刻，我意识到萨拉索塔冬天的最美妙之处在于能够尝到我回纽约后好几个月内都不会吃到的东西。

虽然看到那些西红柿令我高兴不已，但当我了解到布朗的果园农场是杰克·达斯蒂的供货商之一时，我的幸福感大增。杰克·达斯蒂是在萨拉索塔丽思卡尔顿酒店新开的一家餐馆，幸运的是，恰好我打算那晚去那家餐馆吃晚餐。甚至不用看菜单，我就知道我要点上面每一道和西红柿有关的菜。

这场展览展示了达利如何在两个无限之间吸引观众。“从无限小到无限大，收缩和膨胀出现和消退于焦点中：他在费卡洛斯的博物馆剧院中运用了神奇的佛兰德式的精确性以及艳丽的巴洛克古油画。”蓬皮杜艺术中心解释道。

本次展览与西班牙马德里的雷纳·索菲亚国家博物馆密切合作，展出了达利的主要精品之作，以及如圣彼得堡萨尔瓦多·达利博物馆等其他机构提供的艺术作品。

城市里的心理学咖啡馆是最受欢迎的场所，那里让人们感觉非常舒适。中年主妇，退休人员和失业者来到这样的咖啡馆和心理师一起谈论爱人、愤怒和梦想。他们来到琳恩的团队里就是要学习如何表达自己的情感。在附近的教堂担任宗教指导员的莫里斯·弗里希是拉·肖普咖啡馆的常客，她说：“在巴黎，人们有强烈的交流需求。人们没有几个真正意义上的朋友，他们需要敞开心扉。”琳恩说她想去遍法国的每一家心理学咖啡馆。她说：“如果人们有着正常的生活，这些咖啡馆就不会存在。如果生活不是一场战争，人们就不需要一个特别的场所来倾诉。”但那时，它就将不是法国了。

His presence meant that I had an unexpected teaching assistant in class whose creativity would infect(感染)other students.

People who find a book can also leave a journal entry describing what they thought of it. E-mails are then sent to the BookCrossers to keep them updated about where their books have been found. Bruce Pederson says the idea is for people not to be selfish by keeping a book to gather dust on a shelf at home.

BookCrossing is part of a trend among people who want to get back to the“real”and not the virtual(虚拟). The site now has more than one million members in more than one hundred thirty-five countries.

A new collection of photos brings an unsuccessful Antarctic voyage back to life.

Frank Hurley’s pictures would be outstanding—undoubtedly first-rate photo-journalism—if they had been made last week. In fact, they were shot from 1914 through 1916, most of them after a disastrous shipwreck(海难), by a cameraman who had no reasonable expectation of survival. Many of the images were stored in an ice chest, under freezing water, in the damaged wooden ship.

The ship was the Endurance, a small, tight, Norwegian-built three-master that was intended to take Sir Ernest Shackleton and a small crew of seamen and scientists, 27 men in all, to the southernmost shore of Antarctica’s Weddell Sea. From that point Shackleton wanted to force a passage by dog sled(雪橇)across the continent. The journey was intended to achieve more than what Captain Robert Falcon Scott had done. Captain Scott had reached the South Pole early in 1912 but had died with his four companions on the march back.

As writer Caroline Alexander makes clear in her forceful and well-researched story The Endurance, adventuring was even then a thoroughly commercial effort. Scott’s last journey, completed as he lay in a tent dying of cold and hunger, caught the world’s imagination, and a film made in his honor drew crowds. Shackleton, a onetime British merchant-navy officer who had got to within 100 miles of the South Pole in 1908, started a business before his 1914 voyage to make money from movie and still photography. Frank Hurley, a confident and gifted Australian photographer who knew the Antarctic, was hired to make the images, most of which have never before been published.

读书可以是一项社会活动。想一想那些隶属于读书小组的人们。他们选择书来读，然后碰面去讨论书的内容。现在，一个名叫BookCrossing.com的网站将传统的读书小组观念又一次带回人们的视线中。

成员们登录这个网址，注册他们拥有的且想要分享的书，该网站会提供一个身份验证码贴在书的内部。然后用户会将书留在公众场所，希望自己的书能伴随着每一个找到它的新读者经历一次冒险，走得更远。

布鲁斯·佩德森是该网站的经理，他说，“能够改变人生的有两件事情——你所遇到的人和你所读过的书。BookCrossing.com网站将两者结合起来。”

成员们会将书留在公园长凳上，公交车上，火车站和咖啡馆里。无论谁找到了这本书都会去这个网站，记录下他们在哪里找到了这本书。

找到书的人也可以留下一篇日志，描述他们对这本书的看法。然后，他们会给在BookCrossing.com上注册的用户们发邮件，更新信息，告诉大家书在哪里被找到。布鲁斯·佩德森说，这个做法是教人们不要自私地将书放在自家书架上蒙灰。

对于想要走近现实世界而非虚拟世界的人们来说，图书漂流活动是一种趋势，这个网站现在拥有来自超过135个国家的100多万名成员。

一本新的照片集使得一次不成功的南极洲之旅得到了人们的关注。

弗兰克·赫尔利的照片非常出色——毫无疑问是一流的新闻摄影——假如是在上周拍摄的话。事实上，照片拍摄于1914至1916年，大部分是在一场严重的海难后，由一个本没有幸存希望的摄影师所拍摄的。很多照片被储存在冰冷的水下一只受损木船的冰柜里。

这艘船名叫“坚忍”号，小而结实，是由挪威人建成的三桅船，目的在于带着欧内斯特·沙克尔顿和一群海员及科学家，共27人，到南极洲的威德尔海的最南海岸。从那一刻起，沙克尔顿就想通过狗拉雪橇的方式穿越南极大陆。这次旅行旨在超越罗伯特·福尔肯·斯科特船长所做的事情。斯科特船长早在1912年就到达过南极，但在返程途中他和他的4个伙伴都丧生了。

正如作家卡罗琳·亚历山大在她有力且研究充分的故事《南极坚忍号》中表明的，探险在当时是彻底的商业行为。斯科特最后的旅程是躺在帐篷里度过的，他在饥寒交迫中死去，这引发了全世界的想象，纪念他的电影吸引了大量观众。沙克尔顿原是英国商船队的军官，早在1908年就到达过距离南极不到100英里的地方。在1914年的航行前，他就开设公司从电影和静态摄影中赚了钱。弗兰克·赫尔利是一位自信且有天赋的澳大利亚摄影师，他了解南极，受雇去拍摄影像，大部分影像之前从未公开过。
