  PREFACE


  本书严格按照考研英语大纲对阅读部分进行题型更改后的要求编写，准确把握考研阅读的出题脉络，选材新颖，能迅速帮助广大考生提高阅读水平，其主要特色如下：


  最新题型，涵盖全面


  本书分三部分讲解，囊括与阅读相关的所有题型：常规阅读理解题、选句子（段落）补全文章题、段落排序题、例证和标题补全题以及英译汉，针对性强。每部分的文章数量均按照大纲规定的阅读三部分4:1:1的比例而确定。


  题材分类，步步进阶


  本书将所选文章按历年阅读真题题材把A部分和C部分分为社会生活、商业经济、文化教育和科普知识四类，并按这四类题材在考研阅读真题中的分布比例进行选材，供考生将各个题材的阅读文章逐一攻破。另外，本书还在Part A中将每类题材中的文章按其难易度分为“起跑篇”（相当于真题中难度较低的文章）、“标准篇”（相当于真题中难度适中的文章）和“提高篇”（相当于真题中难度较高的文章）三个级别。所选文章及题目难度逐步增加，让考生在练习时产生不断进阶的成就感，增强考试信心。


  核心词汇，边读边记


  大纲中的考研核心词汇是考研阅读考查的重点之一，也是考生最感头疼的难点之一。本书精选的120篇阅读文章中涵盖了考研阅读部分经常出现的部分核心词汇及生词难词，在文中用加粗的斜体标出，并在每一篇文章后的“阅读小帮手”中列出其在文章中的含义。这样，既增强考生对文章的理解，又帮助考生在阅读中牢记核心词汇，可谓一举两得。


  难句点津，排除障碍


  阅读文章中的长难句是考生面临的又一个难点，句子读不懂既影响做题又打击士气。本书充分考虑到考生的需求，在“阅读小帮手”中特设绿色通道，给出了文章中长难句的结构点津。这样做是为了帮助考生更好地理解文章，并增强对特殊句型、句式及句子结构的把握，使考生真正感受到无障碍阅读的乐趣。


  以人为本，“试”在必得


  本书每篇精选文章前都以words和min分别标出文章的词数及建议做题时间，让考生在练习前做到心中有数。


  本书每个单元的“答案解析”前都附有“答案速查”，方便考生在做完题后迅速核对答案。在“答案速查”表内还有专门的区域，供考生计算自己的正确率，方便日后进行针对性复习。


  本书精选的所有文章均在“答案解析”前附有全文译文，帮助考生更好地把握文章内容，方便考生理清文章脉络。


  最后，预祝广大考生在即将到来的考研考试中取得好成绩！

PART A　常规阅读



第一章　技巧攻略


  第一节　大纲总结及真题分析


  阅读能力一直是全国硕士研究生入学考试中的考查重点，该部分占了整个试卷分值的60%。《2008年全国硕士研究生入学统一考试英语考试大纲（非英语专业）》针对阅读理解部分做了修订，但总体而言，变化不大。该部分仍延续2007年的A、B、C三节的形式：Part A是常规阅读，Part B主要考查学生对诸如连贯性、一致性等语段特征以及文章结构的理解。该部分的三种备选题型分别为：选择5段文字填入文章的5个空白处；将给出的段落根据文章内容结构重新排序；选择最恰当的5段概括句或小标题填入文章空白处。而Part C则主要是对给出文章的5处画线部分进行翻译。


  通过研究近几年考研阅读真题，我们将常规阅读考查的题型、文章题材、体裁的出现频率以及文章字数的趋势总结如下：


  1. 文章特点


  文章体裁以议论文和说明文为主，且议论文占绝大多数（比例约为13:1）。文章题材涉及科普、文化教育、经济以及社会生活方面，其中以考生比较熟悉的科普类和社会生活类为主。文章的平均字数为412词左右。


  2. 考查题型


  我们把常规阅读的题型分为语义题、态度题、推断题、细节题和主旨题五种类型。推断题在每套试题中都占有较大比例（约为47%），而主旨题、语义题和态度题所占比例则较小（约为22%），细节题的比例略高于除推断题外的其他题型（约为31%）。在每套试卷中：主旨题出现的次数为0~2个，态度题和语义题出现的次数分别为1~3个和2~4个，也就是说，主旨题并不是每年都考，态度题和语义题在考题中略有涉及。而细节题和推断题每年考查次数分别为3~8个和7~11个。从题型的比例不难看出，五种题型中相对较难的推断题所占份额较大，需要大家给予足够的重视。


  
第二节　常考题型与实用技巧


  这一节将对以上各个题型进行深入剖析，针对不同的题型点拨应试技巧。


  一、细节题


  细节题的提问方式灵活多变，对象涉及短文的各种具体细节，如时间、地点、原因、结果、方式等。解答细节题，理解文中的具体信息以及文中的概念性含义是关键。


  命题规律


  1. 对某研究或发现进行描述的地方常考，提示词有：study, research, findings, assumption, hypothesis等。


  2. 人名、引语、年代和数字出现的地方常考。


  例1：


  2009年text2的第28题


  原文：But some observers are skeptical, “There is a kind of false precision being hawked by people claiming they are doing ancestry testing,” says Trey Duster, a New York University sociologist. He notes that each individual has many ancestors-numbering in the hundreds just a few centuries back. Yet most ancestry testing only considers a single lineage, either the Y chromosome inherited through men in a father's line or mitochondrial DNA, which passed down only from mothers. This DNA can reveal genetic information about only one or two ancestors, even though, for example, just three generations back people also have six other great-grandparents or, four generations back, 14 other great-great-grandparents.


  题目：Skeptical observers believe that ancestry testing fails to______.

  解析：题目问持怀疑态度的观察者认为祖先鉴定无法怎么样。由题干信息词skeptical observers和ancestry testing可定位到文中第五段的第一句。该句正是引用了纽约大学一位社会学家的话。他指出，那些宣称正在做祖先鉴定的人所鼓吹的（祖先鉴定）精确度其实是不真实的。这句话正是本段的主旨句，选项中［A］、［B］和［C］都只是其中的细节之一。只有［D］选项（达到其声称的准确性）符合题意。


  3. 特殊标点符号出现的地方常考，比如：冒号、引号、破折号等。如：


  例2：


  2007年text4的第37题


  原文：Several massive leakages of customer and employee data this year—from organizations as diverse as Time Warner, the American defense contractor Science Applications International Corp and even the University of California, Berkeley—have left managers hurriedly peering into their intricate IT systems and business processes in search of potential vulnerabilities....


  题目：According to Paragraph 2, some organizations check their systems to find out ______.


  ［A］whether there is any weak point

  ［B］what sort of data has been stolen

  ［C］who is responsible for the leakage

  ［D］how the potential spies can be located


  解析：题目问根据文章第二段内容，一些机构检查他们的系统是为了发现什么。文章第二段实际上只有一句话，两个破折号内的大段内容是对Several的解释说明，第二个破折号之后的内容才是本题答案所在。文中peer into即相当于题干的check，此句意为“很多管理者留意观察他们复杂的信息系统和商业过程以期得以发现潜在的漏洞”，而“潜在的漏洞”即相当于选项A提到的“薄弱环节（weak point）”。


  考生在阅读文章的时候，遇到特殊的标点符号，应对其出现部分的内容多加注意。有时候这些标点符号之后就是答案所在，而有时候考生需略过这些特殊标点引出的部分内容，比如本题中两个破折号之间的内容仅仅是对几个organizations的说明，并不是主要内容，为了节省时间，考生可以直接忽略不看。


  4. 起承转合处常考，提示词有：however, but, yet, in contrast, by comparison, because, therefore, so, whereas等。如：


  例3：


  2009年text 1的第22题


  原文：...So it seems antithetical to talk about habits in the same context as creativity and innovation. But brain researchers have discovered that when we consciously develop new habits, we create parallel synaptic paths, and even entirely new brain cells, that can jump our trains of thought onto new, innovative tracks...


  题目：The researchers have discovered that the formation of habit can be ______.


  ［A］predicted

  ［B］regulated

  ［C］traced

  ［D］guided


  解析：题目问研究人员发现习惯的形成可以怎样？根据题干中的关键词the formation of habit是对原文develop new habits的同义转述，因此我们可以定位到第二段。该段第一句说在同一背景下谈及habit和creativity、innovation是相互矛盾的。接着文章用but进行转折，指出当我们有意识地培养新习惯时，我们甚至能够创造全新的脑细胞，这能够使我们的思绪跳跃到新的创新的轨道上。由此可推测最后一句“使我们的思绪跳跃到新的创新的轨道上”表明“习惯的形成”是可以引导的，故D正确。


  例4：


  2007年text 2的第28题


  原文：...Superhigh scores like vos Savant's are no longer possible, because scoring is now based on a statistical population distribution among age peers, rather than simply dividing the mental age by the chronological age and multiplying by 100....


  题目：People nowadays can no longer achieve IQ scores as high as vos Savant's because ______.


  ［A］the scores are obtained through different computational procedures

  ［B］creativity rather than analytical skills is emphasized now

  ［C］vos Savant's case is an extreme one that will not repeat

  ［D］the defining characteristic of IQ tests has changed


  解析：题目问为什么如今人们的IQ分值再也达不到vos Savant的水准了。根据题干中的关键词IQscores、no longer、vos Savant可将答案定位到原文第三段的第四句话。原句because之后的内容便是本题的答案。此处提到，由于现在的得分是基于分布于同年龄段的统计学人口，而非简单地用生理年龄除以心理年龄再乘以100而得出。由此可知，原因在于得出分数的计算方法不同。故选项A为正确答案。


  5. 定语从句出现的地方常考，如常见的非限定性定语从句，提示词有：修饰人的who和whom，修饰物或事情的which和that，修饰地点的where，以及修饰时间的when。


  6. 某些特殊的从句或语法成分出现的地方常考，如同位语从句和结构特别复杂的句子。


  答题技巧


  1. 若针对举例子、引用名人言论、特殊符号（如冒号、引号、破折号）后的内容出题，考生可只读例子、名人言论、符号前后句的内容，然后与选项对号入座。


  2. 选项中照抄或似乎照抄原文的一般不是正确答案，而同义词替换的选项一般是正确答案。


  3. 选项内容与其他三项有较大差别的，可能为答案。


  4. 选项中有绝对语气词的一般不是正确答案，这些语气词有：must, always, never, the most, all, merely, only, have to, any, no, completely, none, hardly等；而选项中含有不十分肯定的语气词的可能是正确答案，这些语气词有could, may, often, should, usually, might, most, more or less, relatively, be likely to, possible, not necessarily等。


  5. 细节题干扰项特点：


  （1）与原句内容相反；


  （2）与原文内容一半相同一半不同；


  （3）与原句内容相似但过于绝对化，比如含有only, always, never, all, everything, anything, everywhere, nobody等词；


  （4）原文中根本没提到，或对某些信息张冠李戴；


  （5）在转述中犯逻辑错误。


  充分了解这些干扰项的特点，有助于排除干扰项，做出正确的选择。


  二、推断题


  这类题的答案一般不会直接出现在文章中，需要考生从字里行间去体会，靠自己的逻辑推理能力去判断，从上下文的连贯及文中有关部分的暗示去分析作者隐含的意思。这类题常见的是对原因、结果、观点、立场等的判断，还包括数字推理、知识推断和逻辑推理。它主要考查考生理清上下文逻辑关系的能力，是各类题型中最难的一种。


  需要特别指出的是，做这类题时必须把握住问题的关键，紧紧围绕原文内容进行推断；千万不能脱离原文，凭主观臆测进行无依据的推论。

  命题规律


  1. 有关综合性推论和判断的题目常会围绕全文内容出题。


  2. 命题还可围绕文章若干段落进行，要求推论和判断出段落间的关系。


  3. 支持主题思想的细节部分常考。这些细节部分表现形式多样，可以是列举、例证、实验论证、人物论断等，要求考生对这部分内容进行判断推理。


  例5：


  2009 年text 3的第34题


  原文：What is the real relationship between education and economic development? We have to suspect that continuing economic growth promotes the development of education even when governments don't force it. After all, that's how education got started. When our ancestors were hunters and gatherers 10,000 years ago, they didn't have time to wonder much about anything besides finding food. Only when humanity began to get its food in a more productive way was there time for other things.


  题目：The author quotes the example of our ancestors to show that education emerged ______.

  解析：题目问作者引用我们祖先的例子来说明在什么情况下教育才会出现。本题是针对例证处进行提问，由题干信息词our ancestors可定位文章倒数第二段，由最后两句可知，作者举出祖先狩猎的例子是为了论证该段最后一句的观点：只有当人类通过更高效的方式获得食物时，人们才有时间做其他事情。根据上下文可推知，教育是获得食物以外的其他事情，而受教育的前提是人们有剩余时间，故选项中［A］正确。


  4. 文章或段落开头处，以及文章结尾总结处常考。


  例6：


  2007年text 4的第36题


  原文：It never rains but it pours. Just as bosses and boards have finally sorted out their worst accounting and compliance troubles, and improved their feeble corporation governance, a new problem threatens to earn them—especially in America—the sort of nasty headlines that inevitably lead to heads rolling in the executive suite: data insecurity. Left, until now, to odd, low-level IT staff to put right, and seen as a concern only of data-rich industries such as banking, telecoms and air travel, information protection is now high on the boss's agenda in businesses of every variety.


  题目：The statement “It never rains but it pours” is used to introduce___________.


  ［A］the fierce business competition

  ［B］the feeble boss-board relations

  解析：本题根据文章开头第一句话提问，问作者用谚语It never rains but it pours（不鸣则已，一鸣惊人）是想引出什么。用谚语引出文章主题，这是一种比较常见的写作模式，该句后其他内容便是答案所在。文章第一段第二句话提到，正当他们改善了公司治理不利的局面后，又出现了一个新的难题——信息的不安全性，接着具体介绍了这个问题。这说明，这个句子被用来引出信息不安全的问题。D项中的data leakage即相当于原文中的data insecurity，为正确选项。A、B和C都曲解了作者的意图。


  5. 表示强调、递进等特殊关系的词语处常考，提示词有：indeed, even, moreover, furthermore, in addition, by contrast, in comparison等。如：


  例7：


  2007年text 4的第38题


  原文：“Data is becoming an asset which needs to be guarded as much as any other asset,” says Haim Mendelson of Stanford University's Business School, “The ability to guard customer data is the key to market value, which the board is responsible for on behalf of shareholders”. Indeed, just as there is the concept of Generally Accepted Accounting Principles （GAAP）, perhaps it is time for GASP, Generally Accepted Security Practices, suggested Eli Noam of New York's Columbia Business School. “Setting the proper investment level for security, redundancy, and recovery is a management issue, not a technical one,” he says.


  题目：In bringing up the concept of GASP the author is making the point that___________.

  解析：题目问作者提出的GASP概念是想说明什么。根据题干的关键词GASP可将本题定位到第三段中部。由题干中的信息“the author is making the point”可知本题考查作者的观点。而第三段中的“indeed”这个提示词的后面所表述的内容恰恰是作者的真正意图。作者指出，正如存在公认的会计原则观念一样，采取公认的安全措施也许是时候了。由此可以推知，作者认为，现在应该采取措施保护消费者的信息。故可知，该题的正确选项应该为B。文中Haim Mendelson曾表明“保护消费者信息的能力是市场价值的关键因素，这是董事会应该为了股东的利益而承担的责任”，此句是在强调保护消费者信息的重要性，所以选项A、D不对。选项C的内容文中并未提及。


  答题技巧


  1. 若要求对某段内容进行判断、推论，那么就只看题干要求的那一段做答。


  2. 选项措词过于绝对化的，一般不是正确选项。正确选项总是看似叙述模糊，留有余地，标志词有may, can, probably, sometimes, usually, often等。


  3. 合乎常理，意义深刻，或符合一般常识的选项一般是正确选项，而照抄原文或对原文做字面解释的则不是正确选项。


  4. 弄清主题意思。在处理与文章首尾有关的推论题时，一定要放慢速度，将各段，尤其是全文首尾部分的句意读懂，再快速阅读其他部分。


  5. 逻辑推断题干扰项的特点：


  （1）在文章事实或上下文逻辑基础上进行推理而得出观点，但与题目无关；


  （2）虽然是以文章提供的事实或内在逻辑为基础进行的推理，但推理过头，概括过度。


  三、主旨题


  主旨题主要测试考生对整篇文章的理解能力。解答主旨题时，最有效的办法是找到并仔细研读文章的主题句。大多数情况下，主题句都出现在比较重要的位置，如文章的开头或结尾。如果一篇文章包括多个段落，一般来说每个自然段的首句也是主题句。文章主题句之外的其他内容一般都是对主题句加以解释、补充说明或列举事实等。另外，有些阅读材料的主题思想不是十分明确，需要通读全文，抓住主要论点或论题自己归纳出中心思想。应该注意的是，在归纳中心思想时，要从文章实际内容出发，在事实依据的基础上进行判断、推论和归纳。


  根据问题内容的不同，这类问题可分为主题型和标题型。主题型一目了然，就是找中心思想（Main Idea）；标题型是为文章选择标题（Title）。

  命题规律


  1. 段首、段尾句常考。一般来说，文章首段首句或末段末句往往是文章中心思想所在；每段的段首或段尾句也往往是该段的主题句。因此，命题者常在这些地方出题。


  例6：


  2009年text 2的第30题


  原文：More than 60,000 people have purchased the PTKs since they first become available without prescriptions last years, ... Among the most popular: paternity and kinship testing... But some observers are skeptical, “There is a kind of false precision being hawked by people claiming they are doing ancestry testing,” ... This DNA can reveal genetic information about only one or two ancestors .... Critics also argue that commercial genetic testing is only as good as the reference collections to which a sample is compared ... In addition, the computer programs a company uses to estimate relationships may be patented and not subject to peer review or outside evaluation.


  题目：An appropriate title for the text is most likely to be ______.

  解析：题目问本文最有可能的标题是什么。本例的原文部分中，省略号前均为段首句或末句，由Among the most popular: paternity and kinship testing... 这一句不难看出，本文的重点在于血缘鉴定或DNA测试，而But some observers are skeptical和Critics also argue that所引领的段落则表达了重要的信息，即很多人并不看好DNA测试，说明其存在问题。［A］“对DNA测试的赞成与反对”，作者在文中并没有明显赞成DNA测试的倾向；［C］文中没有特别强调实验室内外的问题；［D］“DNA测试背后的谎言”，作者只是客观地提出了DNA测试存在的不准确性问题，并没有指明存在谎言；故［B］正确。


  2. 语义转折处常考，尤其是位于段首的语义转折处。因为转折处后面的内容往往是作者真实的写作目的或基本观点，而这正是文章中心思想所在。


  3. 因果句常考。因果句也可表现出文章主题，因此也是考点。表示因果关系的词有：because, since, for, as, therefore, consequently, result in, originate from等。有时作者也通过先提出Why...? 而后给予回答的方式阐释文章主题。


  4. 提出观点处常考。议论文的结构一般是：提出观点，阐述论证，得出结论。作者的观点往往是文章的中心所在，也是主旨题的常考点。


  答题技巧


  1. 在时间紧迫的情况下，只读首尾段。答案很可能就在这些段落中。


  2. 阅读时，注意出现频率高的单词，这些词可能就是蕴含中心思想的关键词。这些关键词可能是同一个词多次出现，也可能是同一类词贯穿全文。


  3. 单从选项内容上判断，那些概括全文、内容全面、含义深刻、说明道理的选项一般是答案，而内容片面、单一的选项应排除。


  4. 主旨大意题干扰项的特点：


  （1）只是局部信息：或是一句没有展开论述的话，或是某一段的主要内容；


  （2）概括范围太宽，把文章的内容一般化，包含的内容超出或多于文章阐述的内容，或是此选项没有具体的内容；


  （3）无关信息，即在文章中未提到或找不到语言根据的信息。


  四、语义题


  语义题也就是对一个生词或短语（句）进行提问，一般需要考生知道或推断出该生词的近义词或该短语（句）的引申意义或另一种表述方式。

  命题规律


  1. 含有指示代词的句中，常有被考查词汇或短语（句）。


  2. 具有指代上下文语义功能的词汇，尤其是名词，常是考查对象。上下文语义功能体现在我们常说的词汇复现中。词汇复现就是指以某个词为中心，这个单词的原词，或者它的近义词、指代词、衍生词和上下义词（上义词指某单词的上一级概念性单词，下义词则指其下一级概念性单词，例如animal就是tiger, lion, monkey等的上义词，而tiger, lion, monkey则是animal的下义词）反复出现在同一语篇中。如：


  例9：


  2007年text 1的第22题


  原文：What might account for this strange phenomenon? Here are a few guesses: a）certain astrological signs confer superior soccer skills; b）winter-born babies tend to have higher oxygen capacity, which increases soccer stamina; c）soccer-mad parents are more likely to conceive children in springtime, at the annual peak of soccer mania; d）none of the above.


  题目：The word “mania”（Line 4, Paragraph 2）most probably means_____________.

  解析：根据题干中的信息提示词most probably means可看出，该题是语义题。题干中给出了明确的定位“第二段第四行”。文章第二段首先指出，什么可以解释这种奇怪的现象呢？接着提到了一些猜测，其中mania一词所在的c项猜测指出，热爱足球的父母更可能在春季怀孕，at the annual peak of soccer mania其实是对前半句的补充说明。这表明，mania可能与soccer-mad的意思相近。而B选项的craze是对mad的同义替换，故为正确选项。整个语段中strange, mad, mania都属于同一语义下的词汇复现。


  3. 一词多义的常见词及词组易考。有些词一词多义，这就要求考生能通过阅读，理解该词的确切含义。平时积累单词时，也要注意掌握其生僻含义，这样才会胸有成竹。


  4. 对比处常考。这类题目旨在考查考生能否从具有对比含义的上下文中猜测出某个单词的含义。


  答题技巧


  1. 看所考词汇与文章主题的关系。关系相近、符合主题的一般是答案，否则不是。


  2. 通过连接词（如and, or等）所表达的关系判断被考词汇含义。一般来说，and连接的两项内容在含义上是接近的或递进的，而以or连接的两项内容在含义上往往相反。但有时or后面的内容，也是对前面内容的进一步解释和说明。当然，其他表递进、转折、因果等关系的信号词均可用来帮助判断词义。


  3. 利用被考词的修饰、限定成分判断其含义。这种修饰、限定成分的表现形式多样，可以是定语、其他修饰语、特殊标点符号（如冒号、破折号、引号）后面的内容，甚至是该词下的例子及定义，可以通过这些表达从侧面推断被考单词的含义。


  4. 选项与被考单词在含义上肤浅相近的一般不是答案。


  5. 选项内容全面、概括性强的，一般是答案。


  五、态度题


  阅读理解中常常会问到作者对文章中某一问题或事物的态度或看法，这类问题就是态度题。


  态度题的回答应从篇章的体裁着手。一般而言，在说明文中作者的态度是客观的或中立的；而在议论文中，作者的态度就会多种多样。


  提问方式


  What's the writer's attitude to...?

  解析：本题考查作者对IQ测试的态度。做这类题的时候，我们可以通过分析文章走向、体会文章用词，从而推知作者的态度。分析文章结构可以发现，文章第一段提出了一种现象（Ask Marilyn），由这一现象引出了文章的主题——IQ测试的可靠性，第二、三段对IQ测试进行了说明，第四段是总结，也是本题答案依据最集中的段落。如果考生没有时间对全文结构进行分析，也可以迅速搜索关键性词句，比如作者在第三段首句提出观点时所用的词为seems，第四段首句所用的词为may，其后的IQ tests do not necessarily predict so well （IQ测试并不一定预测很准），it predicted the opposite （它预测的结果是相反的），这些语句都表明作者对IQ测试所持的态度是怀疑的。故可知，该题的正确答案应该为B。


  3. 语义转折或强对比处常考。语义转折或强对比处往往标志着作者将要提出文章中的重点内容，表明其基本思想，自然也反映了其态度，因此命题者会围绕此处出题。


  4. 有复杂句、特殊句型或句式处常考。复杂句（尤其是表条件或让步的主从复合句）中常暗含着作者的态度；而特殊句型（如not...but...等）或特殊句式（如强调句式）及虚拟语气等也以不同于一般陈述句的方式提示读者注意，预示所说内容的重要性，这些内容一般与作者态度有着密切关联。


  答题技巧


  1. 阅读时，要辨别清楚文章的文体。议论文中，文章的中心句一般会暗示作者的态度；说明文，因其体裁的客观性，作者的态度也往往采取中立。在描叙性文章中，文章观点往往不直接提出，而且作者写作时也常带有某种倾向性。所以，需要考生在阅读时细心捕捉表达或暗示情感态度的词或短语，捕捉那些烘托气氛、渲染情感的词句。


  2. 对于综合性判断情感态度的题，需要分析段落大意，分析文章走向，理解文章中心思想，而后才能判断出作者的情感态度。


  3. 要会区分不同的观点，尤其要找出作者的观点。考生要注意文中出现的直接引语和间接引语。作者的观点一般用in my view, in my opinion, personally, I think, I hold等表现。


  4. 态度题的选项中有一些常见的表示感情色彩的词，要分清其中的褒义词、中性词和贬义词，以此对照全文。

第二章　社会生活


  在历年考研阅读理解中，社会生活类文章所占比例在48%左右，是考生阅读时需注意的重点。考研阅读所涵盖的内容比四六级所讨论的个人或人际这样的小范围话题要广得多，会融合科技、经济、历史、环境、教育、文化等多种元素，并涉及一些大范围的深刻国际社会问题，如：发达国家与贫困国家之间的冲突、对是否应该克隆人进行的社会辩论、人口的历史和迁移、互联网上新近的事件、发达国家与发展中国家在信息分化上的差异、动物研究与保护之间的矛盾、各大媒体之间的区别等等，其中安乐死方面的文章就考了多次。这种广且专的考查方式，对考生平日对各种社会问题的认识和积累是一个挑战。考生们只有多掌握相关的背景知识才能顺利理解文章；只有多记多背一些特殊领域的常见词汇，提高阅读速度和对文章的理解能力，阅读时多注意对大体的把握，在碰到关键词句时提高警惕，才能顺利排除干扰。


  社会生活类文章多包括议论文和说明文。作者通常不会太直接表述自己或他人对某事或某物的观点、态度，而是通过多方论述，百转千徊，在一些反问、暗示或对比过程中呈现。在结构上，开篇提出中心句的情况不多见，而多是通过对一些现象的阐述，指明文章要阐述的某种现象或问题；接下来则对该问题出现的原因、发展情况、结果和影响等进行论述和说明。

The colonists in North America wanted the right to the profits gained from their manufacturing. However, England wanted all of the line colonies' rich ores and raw materials to feed its own factories, and also wanted the colonies to be a market for its finished goods. England passed legislation in 1750 to prohibit colonists from making finished iron products, but by 1771, when entrepreneur Mark Bird established the Hopewell blast furnace in Pennsylvania, iron making had become the backbone of American industry. It also had become one of the major issues that fomented the revolutionary break between England and the British colonies. By the time the War of Independence broke out in 1776, Bird, angered and determined, was manufacturing cannons and shot at Hopewell to be used by the Continental Army.


  After the war, Hopewell, along with hundreds of other “iron plantations”, continued to form the new nation's industrial foundation well into the nineteenth century. The rural landscape became dotted with tall stone pyramids that breathed flames and smoke, charcoal-fueled iron furnaces that produced the versatile metal so crucial to the nation's growth. Generations of ironmasters, craftspeople, and workers produced goods during war and peace—ranging from cannons and shot to domestic items such as cast-iron stoves, pots, and sash weights for windows.


  The region around Hopewell had everything needed for iron production: a wealth of iron ore near the surface, limestone for removing impurities from the iron, hardwood forests to supply the charcoal used for fuel, rushing water to power the bellows that pumped blasts of air into the furnace fires, and workers to supply the labor. By the 1830s, Hopewell had developed a reputation for producing high quality cast-iron stoves, for which there was a steady market. As Pennsylvania added more links to its transportation system of roads, canals, and railroads, it became easier to ship parts made by Hopewell workers to sites all over the east coast. There they were assembled into stoves and sold from Rhode Island to Maryland as the “Hopewell stove”. By the time the last fires burned out at Hopewell ironworks in 1883, the community had produced some 80,000 cast-iron stoves.

  Music can bring us to tears or to our feet, drive us into battle or lull us to sleep. Music is indeed remarkable in its power over all humankind, and perhaps for that very reason, no human culture on earth has ever lived without it. From discoveries made in France and Slovenia even Neanderthal man, as long as 53,000 years ago, had developed surprisingly sophisticated, sweet-sounding flutes carved from animal bones. It is perhaps then, no accident that music should strike such a chord with the limbic system—an ancient part of our brain, evolutionarily speaking, and one that we share with much of the animal kingdom. Some researchers even propose that music came into this world long before the human race ever did. For example, the fact that whale and human music have so much in common even though our evolutionary paths have not intersected for nearly 60 million years suggests that music may predate humans. They assert that rather than being the inventors of music, we are latecomers to the musical scene.


  Humpback whale composers employ many of the same tricks that human songwriters do. In addition to using similar rhythms, humpbacks keep musical phrases to a few seconds, creating themes out of several phrases before singing the next one. Whale songs in general are no longer than symphony movements, perhaps because they have a similar attention span. Even though they can sing over a range of seven octaves, the whales typically sing in key, spreading adjacent notes no farther apart than a scale. They mix percussive and pure tones in pretty much the same ratios as human composers—and follow their ABA form, in which a theme is presented, elaborated on and then revisited in a slightly modified form.


  Perhaps most amazing, humpback whale songs include repeating refrains that rhyme. It has been suggested that whales might use rhymes for exactly the same reasons that we do: as devices to help them remember. Whale songs can also be rather catchy. When a few humpbacks from the Indian Ocean strayed into the Pacific, some of the whales they met there quickly changed their tunes—singing the new whales' songs within three short years. Some scientists are even tempted to speculate that a universal music awaits discovery.

  Moviegoers may think history is repeating itself this weekend. The summer's most anticipated film, Pearl Harbor, which has opened recently, painstakingly recreates the Japanese attack that drew the United States into World War II. But that isn't the film's only reminder of the past. Harbor invites comparison to Titanic, the biggest hit of all time. Like Titanic, Harbor heaps romance and action around a major historical event. Like Titanic, Harbor attempts to create popular global entertainment from a deadly real life. Like Titanic, Harbor costs a pretty penny and hopes to get in even more at the box office.


  Both Titanic and Pearl Harbor unseal their tales of love and tragedy over more than three hours. Both stories center on young passion, triangles of tension with one woman and two men: in Titanic, Leonardo DiCaprio and Billy Zane compete for the love of the same woman, a high society type played by a British actress named Kate Winslet. In Harbor, two pilots Ben Affleck, Josh Hartnett fall for the same woman, a nurse played by a British actress named Kate Beckinsale.


  The scenes of peril also have similarities. Harbor has a shot in which soldiers cling for dear life as the battleship USS Oklahoma capsizes. The moment is recalled of the Titanic's climactic sinking scene in which DiCaprio and Winslet hang from the ocean liner as half of the ship vertically plunges into the water. In Harbor, one of its stars floats atop a piece of debris in the middle of the night, much like Winslet's character does in Titanic. And the jaw-dropping action of Titanic is matched by Harbor's 40-minute recreation of Dec. 7, 1941 attack on the United States' Pacific Fleet.


  Both films spent heavily on special effects. Harbor director, Michael Bay, for example, says he kept salaries down so more could be spent on the visuals. Both movies event shot their ship sinking scenes at the same location: Fox Studios Baja in Mexico. Harbor's makers have even taken a Titanic-like approach to the soundtrack. The film includes one song, There You'll Be, performed by country music superstar Faith Hill. Titanic, which is one of the best selling soundtracks of all time, also had only one pop song: Celine Dion's My Heart Will Go On.

  Since 1975 advocates of humane treatment of animals have broadened their goals to oppose the use of animals for fur, leather, wool and food. They have moaned protests against all forms of hunting and the trapping of animals in the wild. And they have joined environmentalists in urging protection of natural habitats from commercial or residential development. The occasion for these added emphases was the publication in 1975 of Animal Liberation: A New Ethics for Our Treatment of Animals by Peter Singer, formerly a professor of philosophy at Oxford University in England. This book gave a new impetus to the animal rights movement.


  The post 1975 animal rights activists are far more vocal than their predecessors, and the organizations to which they belong are generally more radical. Many new organizations are formed. The tactics of the activists are designed to catch the attention of the public. Since the mid 1980s there have been frequent newsreports about animal rights organizations picketing stores that sell furs, harassing hunters in the wild, or breaking into laboratories to free animals. Some of the more extreme organizations advocate the use of assault, armed terrorism, and death threats to make their point. Aside from making isolated attacks on people who wear fur coats or trying to prevent hunters from killing animals, most of the organizations have directed their tactics at institutions.


  The results of the protests and other tactics have been mixed. Companies are reducing reliance on animal testing. Medical research has been somewhat curtailed by legal restrictions and the reluctance of younger workers to use animals in research. New tests have been developed to replace the use of animals. Some well-known designers have stopped using fur.


  While the general public tends to agree that animals should be treated humanely, most people are unlikely to give up eating meat or wearing goods made from leather and wool. Giving up genuine fur has become less of a problem, since fibers used to make fake fur such as the Japanese invention Kanecaron can look almost identical to real fur. Some of the strongest opposition to the animal rights movement has come from hunters and their organizations. But animal rights activists have succeeded in marshaling public opinion to press for state restrictions on hunting in several parts of the nation.

  Passage 1

  战争过后，霍普韦尔同其他数百家制铁厂一道，直到19世纪都在持续为这个新国家奠定工业基础。乡村密布着冒出火焰与烟雾的高大石塔以及以木炭为燃料的生产着对国家发展极为重要的多功能金属的高炉。一代代铸铁者、工匠和工人在战争与和平年代制造商品，从大炮和炮弹到诸如铸铁炉、锅以及窗户吊锤之类的家用产品。

  1. C 推断题。根据题干关键词the legislation passed by England in1750定位文章第一段。该段前部分提到英国不仅需要殖民地的矿石和原材料以满足工厂的需要，还想让殖民地成为产品倾销市场，很显然英国人在1750年通过法案，阻止殖民者制造铁制成品，其目的就在于防止殖民地形成本地生产市场，从而不再从英国购买产品。结合选项可知，只有C“要求殖民者购买来自英国的制造品”与原文意思一致，故为答案。


  2. B 细节题。根据题干中的关键词iron furnaces to...定位第二段...dotted with tall stone pyramids that breathed flames and smoke, charcoal-fueled iron furnaces...，该段提到“乡村密布着冒出火焰与烟雾的高大石塔以及以木炭为燃料的高炉，这些高炉生产着对国家发展极为重要的多功能金属。”由此可见，作者把tall stone puramids与iron furnaces相比照，故选B。


  3. B 语义题。文章第三段提到“霍普韦尔的周边地区拥有制铁所需的一切……推动风箱向炉火____的湍急的河水……”，结合选项A“爆发”，B“一阵风”，C“吼叫”和D“炸药”可知，风箱向炉火吹的应该是风，故选B。本题也可根据原文中的关键词bellow（风箱），pump （抽吸），air（空气）等推断出该词的含义。


  4. A 细节题。根据题干中的关键词Pennsylvania、Hopewell定位文章最后一段。原文当中提到Hopewell周围地带有着生产铁制品得天独厚的条件，丰富的铁矿、除去杂质所用的石灰石矿、可用作燃料的广袤的森林、足够的工人等，结合选项可知，答案应为A。


  5. A 推断题。由关键词roads，canals，and railroads定位最后一段。文章提到Pennsylvania加强了交通网络的建设，从而使得Hopewell的工人所生产的零部件更易于向整个东海岸运输，结合选项，A“交通状况的改善使Hopewell的钢铁厂从中受益”，符合题意。其余三项B“钢铁被普遍用在不同交通设施的建造上”，C“Pennsylvania的交通系统比其他各州的状况都要完善”，D“Hopewell从来都没成为主要的运输中心”，都属于无中生有。


  Passage 2


  音乐可以使我们泪流满面，让我们热血沸腾；可以将我们卷入战争，也可以让我们进入梦乡。对于全人类来说，音乐的力量是显而易见的。可能正是因为这一点，世上还没有哪种人类文明没有自己的音乐。在法国和斯洛文尼亚的发现表明，早在5万3千年前，尼安德特人就已经发明了用动物骨头雕刻而成的结构极为复杂、音色甜美的长笛。因此，音乐可以引起大脑边缘系统（从进化上讲，是我们大脑中最古老的一部分，而且与动物的有很多相同之处）的共鸣或许并不是偶然的。有些研究者甚至认为，早在人类产生之前这个世界上就已经有了音乐。例如，鲸和人类的音乐就有许多相同之处，尽管我们各自的进化途径在6千万年里并没有任何交叉点。从这一点上可以看出，音乐可能早于人类而出现。他们断言，我们并不是音乐的发明者，在音乐领域里，我们是后来者。


  座头鲸和人类作曲家使用的技巧有很多都相同。除了采用相似的节奏外，座头鲸还会将乐句保持几秒钟，用几个乐句创造出主旋律，然后再唱下一段。鲸的音乐一般不会长于交响乐章，这或许是因为它们注意力集中的时间差不多就那么长。尽管它们可以唱超过七个八度的音，但是鲸通常按照调式来唱，相邻的音符间不会超过一个音阶。它们把打击节拍和纯音调按照与人类作曲家所采用的相同的比率混合在一起，并且遵照其ABA三部曲的形式。在该形式中，主旋律被呈现出来，经过详尽的表现，进而以稍加改动的形式被重复演唱。


  或许最令人感到惊奇的是座头鲸的音乐中包含不断重复的有韵律的乐段。鲸运用韵律的原因可能与人类相同，即将其作为帮助自己记忆的手段。鲸的音乐还很有感染力。当几只来自印度洋的鲸误入太平洋时，它们在那儿遇到的一些鲸鱼很快就会改变自己的音调，在短短的三年内，就能唱出新来的鲸鱼的音乐。一些科学家甚至推测，世界上有一种适合人类和所有动物的共通音乐在等待人们去发现。


  6. A 主旨题。文章开篇作者就提出音乐对人类的作用，接下来第二、三段里，作者以座头鲸的音乐创作为例说明动物也可以创造音乐。由此可见，文章的重点在于描述音乐对动物和人类的重要性，选A。选项B“阐述音乐对鲸鱼的重要性”、选项C“表明音乐不是人类的发明也不是近代发明”仅是文章内容的一部分，太片面，不足以概述全文。选项D文中并未提及。


  7. A 语义题。由one所在句的并列连词and可知，one应与前面的an ancient part构成并列关系，且指代的内容应相同，而破折号后的内容都是对limbic system进行解释说明，故an ancient part和one指代的都应为limbic system，故A项正确。


  8. B 细节题。由题干中的humpback whales定位到文章第二段。第一句提到“座头鲸和人类作曲家使用的技巧有很多都相同”，由此可排除A；第二句提到“除了采用相似的节奏外，座头鲸还会将乐句保持几秒钟……”排除C；该段的最后两句还指出鲸鱼可以学会新来的鲸鱼的音乐，所以D也不对。该段中间曾提到鲸鱼可以唱超过七个八度的音，故选项B正确。


  9. B 细节题。第二段段首提到鲸鱼制作音乐的技巧和作曲家相同，但并没有说鲸鱼的歌曲模式与其他海洋动物类似，故排除选项A。文章倒数第二句指出当几只来自印度洋的鲸误入太平洋时，太平洋的一些鲸鱼很快就会改变自己的音调，在短短的三年内，就能唱出印度洋的鲸鱼的音乐，作者用了quickly和short这两个词，表明鲸鱼的音乐很容易被其他鲸鱼模仿，排除C。文中指出鲸鱼能对音乐形式稍加改动，而不是选项D所说的“重新精心地改动形式”，故也应排除。根据原文中的“鲸鱼的音乐一般不会长于交响乐章”，可推断出正确选项应为B。


  10. B 推断题。文章开始提到了法国和斯洛文尼亚的尼安德特人，但并没有说明最早的人类发源地在法国和斯洛文尼亚，排除A；文章只是提到鲸鱼的作曲形式跟人类类似，但并没有说鲸鱼是模仿人类作曲家，排除C；文章最后一句表明，科学家认为共通音乐有待发现，并没有提到对musical brain的研究，排除D。而原文以鲸的音乐为例，说明其与人类音乐的共通之处，由此可推断选项B正确。


  Passage 3


  电影迷们可能会觉得本周末历史将会重演。作为这个夏天最值得期待的电影，新近上映的《珍珠港》千辛万苦地重现那场将美国卷入二战的日本袭击事件。然而，那并不是这部电影中惟一让人回想起过去的地方。《珍珠港》想与电影史上最成功的《泰坦尼克号》做个比试。和《泰坦尼克号》相似，《珍珠港》围绕着一个重大历史事件堆砌了大量的浪漫和动作成分。和《泰坦尼克号》相似，《珍珠港》试图将生活中一个致命的真实片断创造成风靡全球的娱乐表演。和《泰坦尼克号》相似，《珍珠港》花费了很多钱，并希望在票房上获得更大的收益。


  《泰坦尼克号》和《珍珠港》皆展现了超过三个小时的爱情和灾难故事。两个故事都以年轻的激情、一个女人和两个男人之间的三角关系为叙述中心：在《泰坦尼克号》中，莱昂纳多·迪卡普里奥和比利·赞恩为得到同一个女人的爱而展开竞争，这个高层社会的女人是由一位名叫凯特·温斯莱特的英国女演员饰演的；在《珍珠港》中，两名飞行员本·阿弗莱克和乔希·哈特尼特爱上了同一个女人——一位由英国女演员凯特·贝金赛尔扮演的护士。


  两片中的种种危险场景同样有着相似之处。《珍珠港》中，有一个场景描述的是美国军舰俄克拉何马号倾覆时士兵们对宝贵生命的执著。这一刻就是《泰坦尼克号》中高潮沉船场景的翻版。当时，迪卡普里奥和温斯莱特悬挂在一半船身已垂直入水的远洋客轮上。在《珍珠港》中，一位主角在午夜漂浮在一块残骸上，和《泰坦尼克号》中温斯莱特所扮演的角色的境况十分相像。而《珍珠港》与《泰坦尼克号》中令人震惊的场景相匹配的是对1941年12月7日美国太平洋舰队遇袭事件长达40分钟的再现。


  两部影片都在特技上做足了功夫。例如，《珍珠港》的导演迈克尔·贝说他为了能有更多的钱投资在视觉效果上而降低了薪酬。两部电影的沉船镜头是在同一地点拍摄的——墨西哥的福克斯摄影棚。《珍珠港》的制作者们甚至采用了和《泰坦尼克号》相仿的配乐。该影片有一首由乡村音乐超级明星费思·希尔演唱的歌曲《有你相依》。发行了史上最畅销的电影原声带之一的《泰坦尼克号》，同样只有一首流行歌曲，即由席琳·迪翁演唱的《爱无止境》。


  一位评论家说：“如果《珍珠港》能取得不菲的票房成绩，那么电影制片人就可以去翻阅历史书，再寻找更多情节浪漫、动作惊险的历史题材。”


  11. C 主旨题。综观全文，作者开篇以《珍珠港》的上映引出话题，首先讨论了两部大片在创作背景、故事主线上的共同点，再联系后面三段的主题句“《泰坦尼克号》和《珍珠港》皆展现了超过三个小时的爱情和灾难故事”，“两片中的种种危险场景同样有着相似之处”，和“两部电影在特技效果上均投入重资”，可知应选C。


  12. B 语义题。由题干关键词cost a pretty penny定位第一段的最后一句Harbor costs a pretty penny and hopes to get in even more at the box office，and前后显然是并列关系，根据and后的get in even more at the box office（甚至获取更多的票房），可知前半部分应指成本花费较大，故选B。


  13. D 细节题。A“主要历史事件本身永远不可能重现”这句话本身没错，但作者开篇便提到历史可以通过电影的形式重现，因此排除；B“《泰坦尼克号》和《珍珠港》都是历史重现”，影片中的故事与场景只是借鉴历史事件来展开的，但并不能完全地说就是历史重现，此项过于绝对；由第一段中“《珍珠港》是这个夏天最值得期待的电影……”可知该片还未上映，C的结论下得过早；第一段在比较两部影片的时候，作者评价《泰坦尼克号》是有史以来最成功的影片（Harbor invites comparison to Titanic, the biggest hit of all time），由此可知，D正确。


  14. B 推断题。由题干关键词similar可知，本题主要就两者的共同点进行提问。文章第四段首句提到两部影片都在特技上下了大手笔，故可排除A；第一段提到《珍珠港》与《泰坦尼克号》一样，都是围绕一个特大历史事件，并力求再现当时的生活，由此可推断出二者都是由历史事件改编而成，而非杜撰，排除C；文中第二段对两部片子的定位进行了描述——悲情的爱情故事，则选项D（两部电影都是历史纪录片）与文章不符。同样第四段提到《珍珠港》的制作者们甚至采用和《泰坦尼克号》一样的配乐方式，并且同样只有一首流行歌曲，而《泰坦尼克号》的主题曲捧红了Celine Dion，由此可推断《珍珠港》主题曲也会捧红Faith Hill，故应选B。


  15. A 推断题。文章最后一段中有评论家指出“如果《珍珠港》能取得不菲的票房成绩，那么电影制片人就会去翻阅历史书，寻找、炮制更多情节浪漫、动作惊险的历史题材片”。由此可推知A《滑铁卢战役》正确。而B《憨豆先生的奇遇》、C《太空入侵者》、D《鬼屋》这些现代、科幻或恐怖电影都不符合他们的选材标准。


  Passage 4


  号召人道对待动物的倡导者们从1975年起将自己的目标扩大到反对利用动物来获取毛皮、皮革、毛织品和食品的行为。他们提出抗议，反对所有形式的野外打猎和诱捕动物的活动。他们还与环境保护论者一起推进对动物自然栖息地的保护，使之免受商业和住宅开发的侵害。1975年《解放动物：我们对待动物的新伦理》一书的出版成为动物保护运动发展过程中的一个重大事件。该书由曾为英国牛津大学哲学教授的彼得·辛格撰写，它给予了动物权利运动新的推动力。


  1975年以后的动物权利激进主义者们发出的呼声要远高于他们的前辈，而且他们所属的组织通常也更为激进。许多新组织成立了。激进主义者们采取的策略是引起公众的注意。从20世纪80年代中期起，时常有有关动物权利组织在皮草商店外示威、骚扰野外打猎者或是闯入实验室解救动物的新闻报道。还有些更加极端的组织提倡通过袭击、武装恐怖行动以及死亡威胁的方式来达到他们的目的。除了对身着皮草外套的人们进行单独袭击或试图阻止打猎者们捕杀动物外，大多数组织的策略一直是针对公共机构的。


  抗议和其他措施带来了各种不同的结果。公司正在减少对动物试验的依赖；由于法律的约束以及较为年轻的工作人员不愿在研究中使用动物，医学研究也有所减少；代替使用动物的新试验方式已经开发出来了；一些知名设计师也不再使用动物皮毛。


  尽管大众倾向于认同应该人道地对待动物，但大多数人还是不太可能放弃食肉或穿戴皮毛制品。放弃真正的毛皮已不再是什么问题，因为诸如日本人发明的Kanecaron之类的用于制造仿毛皮的纤维看起来和真正的毛皮几乎别无二致。对动物权利运动最为强烈的反对有一些来自于捕猎者及其组织。但动物权利激进主义者们已经成功地靠引导公众意愿来迫使国家对若干地区的打猎实施限制。


  16. B 细节题。由题干关键词1975，animal treatment定位文章第一段，其中提到：1975年《解放动物：我们对待动物的新伦理》一书的出版成为动物保护运动发展过程中的一个重大事件（The occasion for these added emphases was the publication in 1975 of...），此书的出版大大推动了保护动物权利运动。结合选项可知B正确。


  17. D 细节题。由题干信息词advocate和extreme mean定位文章第二段Some of the more extreme organizations advocate...to make their point（有些更为极端的组织提倡……来说服别人赞成他们的观点），而该句正是为了印证上文提到的The tactics of the activists are designed to catch the attention of the public，即所有这些都是为了引起公众的关注，故正确答案为D。


  18. C 推断题。由题干内容定位文章第三段，从文中可知，公司正逐渐减少对动物试验的依赖，利用动物进行医学研究的行为也受到了法律的约束，甚至一些时装设计师也不再用毛皮制作时装。由此可知，动物权利保护者的种种努力取得了一定的效果，故正确答案为C。其余选项A“取得了理想的效果”属于过度推断，B“几乎毫无成效”在文中没有依据，C“被证明过于激进”属于过度推断。


  19. A 语义题。根据题干定位文章最后一句“但动物权利激进主义者们已经成功地靠____ 公众的意愿来迫使国家对若干地区的打猎实施限制”。由句意可先排除D“愤怒”。根据该段首句提到的“公众开始认同应该人道地对待动物的观点……”，可知公众的观点其实已经改变，也得到一定普及，由此可排除B“普及”和C“改变”，只能选A“引导”。

  For three decades we've heard endlessly about the virtues of aerobic （increasing oxygen consumption）exercise. Medical authorities have praised running and jumping as the key to good health, and millions of Americans have taken to the treadmill to reap the rewards. But the story is changing. Everyone from the American Heart Association to the surgeon general's office has recently embraced strength training as a complement to aerobics. And as weight lifting has gone mainstream, so has the once obscure practice known as “Super Slow” training. Enthusiasts claim that by pumping iron at a snail's pace—making each “rep”（repeat） last 14 seconds instead of the usual 7—you can safely place extraordinary demands on your muscles, and call forth an extraordinary response. Slow lifting may not be the only exercise you need, as some advocates believe, but the benefits are often dramatic.


  Almost anyone can handle this routine. The only requirements are complete focus and a tolerance for deep muscular burn. For each exercise—leg press, bench press, shoulder press and so on—you set the machine to provide only moderate resistance. But as you draw out each repeat, depriving yourself of impetus, the weight soon feels unbearable. Defying the impulse to stop, you keep going until you can't complete a repeat. Then you sustain your vain effort for 10 more seconds while the weight sinks gradually toward its cradle. Intense? Uncomfortable? Totally. But once you embrace muscle failure as the goal of the workout, it can become almost pleasure.


  The goal is not to burn calories while you're exercising but to make your body burn them all the time. Running a few miles may make you sweat, but it expends only 100 calories per mile, and it doesn't stimulate much bone or muscle development. Strength training doesn't burn many calories, either. But when you push a muscle to failure, you set off a pour of physiological changes. As the muscle recovers over several days, it will thicken—and the new muscle tissue will demand sustenance. By the time you add three pounds of muscle, your body requires an extra 9,000 calories a month just to break even. Hold your diet steady and, very quickly, you are vaporizing body fat.


  One might have benefited from any strength-training program. But advocates insist the slow technique is safer and more effective than traditional methods.

  ① In general, our society is becoming one of the giant enterprises directed by a bureaucratic management in which man becomes a small well-oiled cog in the machinery. The oiling is done with higher wages, well-ventilated factories and piped music, and by psychologists and “human relations” experts; yet all this oiling does not alter the fact that man has become powerless, that he is bored with it. In fact, the blue-collar and the white-collar workers have become economic puppets who dance to the tune of automated machines and bureaucratic management.


  The worker and employee are anxious not only because they might find themselves out of a job, they are anxious also because they are unable to acquire any real satisfaction of interest in life. They live and die without ever having confronted the fundamental realities of human existence as emotionally and intellectually independent and productive human beings.


  Those higher up on the social ladder are no less anxious. Their lives are no less empty than those of their subordinates. They are even more insecure in some respects. They are in a highly competitive race. To be promoted or to fall behind is not a matter of salary but even more a matter of self-respect. When they apply for their first job, they are tested for intelligence as well as for the right mixture of submissiveness and independence. ② From that moment on they are tested again and again by the psychologists, for whom testing is a big business, and by their superiors, who judge their behavior, sociability, capacity to get along, etc. This constant need to prove that one is as good as or better than one's fellow competitor creates constant anxiety and stress, the very causes of unhappiness and illness.


  Am I suggesting that we should return to the pre-industrial mode of production or to nineteenth century “free enterprise” capitalism? Certainly not. Problems are never solved by returning to a stage which one has already outgrown. I suggest transforming our social system from a bureaucratically-managed industrialism in which maximal production and consumption are ends in themselves into a humanist industrialism in which man and full development of his potentialities—those of all love and of reason—are the aims of social arrangements. Production and consumption should serve only as means to this end, and should be prevented from ruling man.

  Passage 3

  One of the most important social developments that helped to make possible a shift in thinking about the role of public education was the effect of the baby boom of the 1950s and 1960s on the schools. In the 1920s, but especially in the Depression conditions of the 1930s, the United States experienced a declining birth rate—every thousand women aged fifteen to forty-four gave birth to about 118 live children in 1920, 89.2 in 1930, 75.8 in 1936, and 80 in 1940. With the growing prosperity brought on by the Second World War and the economic boom that followed it, young people married and established households earlier and began to raise larger families than had their predecessors during the Depression. Birth rates rose to 102 per thousand in 1946, 106.2 in 1950, and 118 in 1955. Although economics was probably the most important determinant, it is not the only explanation for the baby boom. The increased value placed on the idea of the family also helps to explain this rise in birth rates.


  The baby boomers began streaming into the first grade by the mid-1940s and became a flood by 1950. The public school system suddenly found itself overtaxed. While the number of schoolchildren rose because of wartime and postwar conditions, these same conditions made the schools even less prepared to cope with the flood. The wartime economy meant that few new schools were built between 1940 and 1945. Moreover, during the war and in the boom times that followed, large numbers of teachers left their profession for better-paying jobs elsewhere in the economy.


  Therefore, in the 1950s and 1960s, the baby boom hit an antiquated and inadequate school system. Consequently, the “custodial rhetoric” of the 1930s and early 1940s no longer made sense; that is, keeping youths aged sixteen and older out of the labor market by keeping them in school could no longer be a high priority for an institution unable to find space and staff to teach younger children aged five to sixteen.


  With the baby boom, the focus of educators and of laymen interested in education inevitably turned toward the lower grades and back to basic academic skills and discipline. The system no longer had much interest in offering nontraditional, new, and extra services to older youths.

  Rewards and punishments are used in different ways by different communities to maintain social order and preserve cultural values. In all cultures, parents must teach their children to avoid danger and to observe the community's moral precepts. Adults also condition each other's observance of social norms, using methods ranging from mild forms of censure, such as looking away when someone makes an inappropriate remark, to imprisoning or executing individuals for behavior considered deviant or dangerous. The caning of American teenager Michael Fay in Singapore for vandalism in 1994 brought wide media attention to cultural differences in the application of punishment. Faced with increasing violence at home, many Americans endorsed Singapore's use of corporal punishment to maintain social order. Was Fay's punishment effective? Whether he subsequently avoids vandalism is unknown, but the punishment did apparently lead to his avoidance of Singapore—which he left promptly.


  The operant techniques societies use to maintain social control vary in part with the dangers and threats that confront them. The Gusii of Kenya, with a history of tribal warfare, face threats not only from outsiders but also from natural forces, including wild animals. Gusii parents tend to rely more on punishment and fear than on rewards in conditioning appropriate social behavior in their children. Caning, food deprivation, and withdrawing shelter and protection are common forms of punishment.


  In contrast, the Mixtecans of Juxtlahuaca, Mexico, are a highly cohesive community, with little internal conflict, and social norms that encourage cooperation. Their social patterns appear adaptive, for the Mixtecans are dominated by the nearby Spanish Mexicans, who control the official government and many economic resources in their region. The Mixtecans do not generally impose fines or jail sentences or use physical punishment to deter aggression in either adults or children. Rather, they tend to rely on soothing persuasion. Social ostracism is the most feared punishment, and social ties within the community are very strong, so responses that reinforce these ties are effective in maintaining social order.


  In the United States, fear of social ostracism or stigma was once a more powerful force in maintaining control over antisocial behavior, especially in small communities. Today, even imprisonment does not appear to be an adequate deterrent to many forms of crime, especially violent crime. Although one reason is the inconsistent application of punishment, another may be the fact that imprisonment no longer carries the intense stigma it once had, so that prison is no longer as an effective punishment.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  三十年来我们不停地听到关于有氧（增加氧气消耗量）运动的种种优点。医学权威们都曾称赞，跑步和跳跃是获得健康的关键，于是数百万美国人选择靠跑步机获得健康。但这一情形正在改变。近来，从美国心脏协会到外科主任的办公室，每个人都信奉力量练习是有氧运动的一项补充。同举重运动一样，一度默默无闻的“超慢速”运动成了主流。狂热者们称，以极其缓慢的速度——使每个动作重复持续14秒而不是通常的7秒——提升重物，你就肯定会给肌肉施加巨大的负荷，并产生特别的效果。正如一些倡导者所说，慢速举重也许不是你需要的惟一练习，但它的益处却往往是显著的。


  几乎每个人都可以操作这套步骤，仅仅需要高度集中的注意力和对肌肉灼伤的忍耐力。在你每一次练习中——腿部伸展、仰卧举重、肩膊推举等等——将机器设定为提供最适度的阻力。但是由于你每次重复动作时动量逐渐减少，重量很快就会显得无法承受。你要忍住想要停下来的冲动，直到你无法坚持再重复一次。然后，你得用尽全力托住重物10秒以上，使之缓慢落向支架。太剧烈？不舒服？当然。即便这样的健身运动没能帮你塑造出理想的肌肉，它也能让你获得一种享受。


  你的目的不是只在做练习时燃烧卡路里，而是要使你的身体时时刻刻燃烧卡路里。跑几英里会使你出汗，但是1英里仅仅消耗100卡路里，而且它不能刺激骨头和肌肉的发展。力量训练同样不能燃烧很多卡路里。可是当你将肌肉拉伸到无力时，就引发了大量生理学上的变化。肌肉的恢复需要若干天时间，它会变粗——而新的肌肉组织将需要消耗能量。当你增加了3磅肌肉的时候，身体为了收支平衡，每个月就需要额外的9,000卡路里。保持稳定的饮食，你就会很快消耗掉体内脂肪。


  人们可以从任何方式的力量训练项目中得到益处。但是倡导者们坚持认为慢速技巧要比传统方法更加安全和有效。


  1. D 细节题。根据题干关键词treadmill定位文章第一段，第二句提到美国人喜欢练脚踏车是为了reap the rewards（得到报偿），由此可知D“从运动中获得实际的好处”最符合题意。其余三项A“与生俱来地对他们健康有好处”，人在跑步机上运动才会对身体有益，而不是跑步机本身对健康有益，可排除；B“由于跑步机耗氧量大”，跑步机耗氧是为了锻炼身体，但并非最终目的，排除；C“由于受到权威的赞美”属于偷换概念，因为文中提到受称赞的是running and jumping，也排除。


  2. B 推断题。根据题干关键词super slow定位文章第一段，其中提到“同举重运动一样，一度默默无闻的‘超慢速蒺运动也已成为了主流”，可知B说法最恰当。A中的misunderstood是对obscure（模糊的，不引人注意的）的有意曲解；C的内容在文中并未提到；D言过其实，文中只说strength training（力量锻炼）是a complement to aerobics（有氧健身运动的一个补充），但没有说“Super Slow” training成为有氧运动的核心，故排除。


  3. C 推断题。题干关键词slow lifting（慢速举重）最先出现在第一段最后一句，随后第二段进一步描述该运动要求高度集中的注意力和对肌肉灼伤的忍耐力。选项A中所说的“给肌肉施加巨大的负荷”，不同于文中的“对肌肉灼伤的忍耐力”，二者程度不同；选项B在文中并未提及，D说的是举重锻炼的不同部位而非slow lifting的要求，因此C“忍受由于练习所致的肌肉疼痛”符合文意。


  4. A 细节题。由题干中的信息词make each rep定位第二段第四句“但由于你每次重复动作时动量逐渐减少，重量很快就会显得无法承受”。由此可推知，慢速举重者可能会面临动量损失的情况，故选项A最符合题意。B文中未提；C与文中提到feel unbearable相反、D与文意相反。


  5. D 语义题。由题干定位第三段“当你增加了3磅肌肉的时候，身体为了____，每个月就需要额外的9,000卡路里”。结合选项，A和B均指“打乱身体能量平衡”，实际上大量的运动已经使身体能量不平衡了，无需再打乱平衡，故两者均可排除；C“盈余”，结合常识可知，这根本不利于健康，可排除；D“收支平衡”即保持身体能量平衡，符合题意。


  Passage 2


  总的来说，我们的社会变成了一个官僚化管理的大型企业，其中的所有人都成了这台机器中润滑良好的小齿轮。高工资、通风良好的厂房和有线广播的音乐用于润滑，心理学家和“人际关系”专家也用于润滑。然而所有这些润滑油都没能改变这一事实，即人类已经变得无能为力并厌倦了“润滑油”。实际上，蓝领和白领阶层都变成了经济傀儡，随着自动化机器和官僚化管理的步调而起舞。


  工人和雇员的焦虑不仅是由于他们可能会失业，还由于他们无法获得生活的真正乐趣。终其一生，他们从未作为情感和理智上独立的、富有创造性的人来面对生存的本质。


  那些处于社会高层的人同样焦虑，他们的生活和那些社会地位低于他们的人同样空洞，甚至在某些方面更缺乏安全感。他们处在异常激烈的竞争中。得到晋升还是落后于人，不是薪水的问题，更多的是自尊的问题。他们在申请第一份工作时，就接受了智商测试，以及对是否兼有适当的服从和独立的素质所进行的考查。从那以后，他们不断地被心理学家测试，对那些心理学家来说测试是一笔大生意；他们还不断接受上司的测试，以评判他们的行为、社交能力、与人相处的能力等。他们需要不断地证明自己和同事一样优秀，或比同事更优秀，这造成了持久的忧虑和压力，而忧虑和压力是苦恼和疾病的根源。


  我是在建议我们应该回到前工业社会的生产模式或19世纪“自由企业”的资本主义吗？当然不是。回到逝去的时代永远不能解决问题。我建议将社会体系由官僚化管理的工业制度转换到人道主义的工业制度，前者以最大化的生产和消费为最终目的，而后者的社会目的则是人及其潜能（包括情感和理性的潜能）的全面发展。生产和消费只是实现该目的的手段，而不能让它们统治人类。


  6. B 推断题。由题干关键词a well-oiled cog in the machinery定位文章第一段，段中指出：人成了社会大机器中微小的、润滑良好的齿轮，高工资和通风良好的厂房便是润滑油，但事实上人是无能为力的，蓝领工人和白领阶层都是毫无自主权的经济傀儡。由此推断，虽然工作生活条件不错，但人在社会中却是无足轻重的，故选B。


  7. A 推断题。由题干关键词the anxiety of the workers and employees定位文章第二段。首句点明了工人和雇员忧虑的原因：“不仅是由于他们可能会失业，还由于他们无法获得生活的真正乐趣。终其一生，他们从未作为情感和理智上独立的、富有创造性的人来面对生存的本质。”由此可推断，他们忧虑的原因应是被剥夺了个性与独立性，故选A。选项B、D只是部分原因，不全面；C与文章内容相悖。


  8. C 推断题。由题干关键词happiness of life定位文章第三段最后一句，该句表明和同事的竞争造成了持久的忧虑和压力，而这正是苦恼和疾病的根源。结合该段首句提到的处于社会上层的人同样也感到忧虑，他们面临的竞争更激烈，可推断出，无论是哪个阶层的人，都面临着激烈的竞争，生活在各种各样的忧虑与压力之中。由此可见，只有远离这个充满竞争的社会，人才可能获得幸福，故选C。


  9. C 推断题。由题干关键词solve the present social problems定位文章最后一段，作者在该段给出了解决现有社会问题的建议，即改革现有的工业制度，在新的工业制度中，人及其自身潜能的全面发展将是社会的目标，故选C。A是作者明确表明的不同意的观点，应排除；B是维持工业制度正常运转的手段之一，而不是解决社会问题的建议，应排除；D与原文不符，也应排除。


  10. D 态度题。由题干关键词industrialism定位文章最后一段，作者建议将社会体系由官僚政治管理的工业制度过渡到人道主义的工业制度，结合文中的信息词economic puppets（经济傀儡）和unhappiness and illness可推知，作者对现有工业制度的态度是不满的，故选D。


  Passage 3


  促使人们在对公共教育之作用的思考上发生转变的最重要的社会状况之一就是，20世纪50年代和60年代生育高峰对学校的影响。在20世纪20年代，尤其是在30年代经济大萧条的情况下，美国经历了一次出生率的降低——在1920年，每1,000名15 ~ 44岁的妇女生育了大约118个婴儿，1930年为89.2个，1936年为75.8个，到了1940年为80个。随着第二次世界大战以及其后的经济复苏所引发的日益发展和繁荣的景象，年轻人提前结婚成家，开始比他们处于大萧条时代的前辈们供养更大的家庭。出生率在1946年增长到102‰，1950年为106.2‰，1955年为118‰。尽管经济因素很可能是最重要的决定因素，但它并非是对生育高峰的惟一解释。人们家庭观念的增强也有助于解释这种出生率的升高。


  在生育高峰中出生的一代到20世纪40年代中期开始涌入学校一年级，到1950年呈泛滥之势。公共学校体系突然发现自己负荷过重。战时和战后状况一方面使得入学儿童数量增多，但同样的状况却使学校在应对如洪水般的入学儿童方面缺乏准备。战时的经济状况意味着在1940年和1945年间新建学校的数量微乎其微。此外，在战时以及在随后的经济繁荣时期，大量教师离开了教职，到经济体系中的其他领域寻求报酬更优厚的工作。


  因此，在20世纪50年代和60年代，生育高峰冲击了一个陈旧且不完整的学校体系。其结果是，20世纪30年代和40年代早期的“监护之说”开始失去意义；也就是说，因为教育机构无法为年龄在5 ~ 16岁的儿童提供学习所需的空间和教员，因此，让那些年龄在16岁及其以上的孩子待在学校以使他们处于劳动力市场之外，不再是一个优先的选择。


  在生育高峰的冲击下，教育者和对教育感兴趣的外行所关注的焦点不可避免地转向了低年级，转回到了基本的学术技能和学科上。这一体系对于向年龄较大的年轻人提供非传统的、新式的和额外的服务不再抱有太多的兴趣。


  11. A 细节题。由题干关键词baby boom定位文章第一段倒数第二句，该句提到...economics was probably the most important determinant...可知，经济的繁荣导致了baby boom，故选A。


  12. C 细节题。由题干关键词the teaching profession定位第二段最后一句...teachers left their profession for better-paying jobs...（很多老师为了高薪离开了教师岗位），由此可推断出答案应为C。


  13. B 语义题。由题干关键词custodial rhetoric定位文章第三段，第二句说到，三四十年代custodial rhetoric不再合理，该句中that is后就是custodial rhetoric的内容，即keeping youths aged sixteen and older out of the labor market by keeping them in school，选项B正是该句的同义转述，故为答案。

  Passage 4


  为了维持社会秩序以及保持文化价值，不同的社会会采用不同的方式进行奖惩。在所有的文化中，父母必须教会孩子躲避危险并遵守社会的道德准则。成年人同样会使用不同的方式来调节彼此对社会道德标准的遵守，这些方式从轻微指责——比如当某人言语不得体时对其表示轻蔑——到由于个人不道德的行为或是危险行为而对其进行监禁或者处决。1994年，在新加坡的一个美国少年迈克尔·费伊由于故意破坏公共财产而遭到鞭刑，实施这一惩罚的文化差异引起了媒体的广泛关注。面对国内越来越多的暴力行为，很多美国人对新加坡用体罚来维持社会秩序的做法都表示赞同。对费伊的惩罚有效吗？之后他是否不再故意破坏公共财产？我们不得而知；但是，很明显，这样的惩罚使他很快就离开了新加坡。


  社会为了维持其社会秩序所使用的可行方式也会部分地随着它们所面临的危险及损害而改变。肯尼亚的古西人有着很长时间部落战争的历史，古西人所面临的威胁不仅来自于外族，还来自于自然力量包括野生动物的困扰。古西人的父母愿意更多地依赖惩罚及恐吓而不是奖赏来调节他们子女的社会行为。鞭打、禁食及逐出家门都是惩罚的常见形式。


  与之相反，墨西哥朱克斯拉华卡的密克斯特坎人则组成了一个高度团结的社会，很少发生内部冲突，那里的社会准则就是鼓励人与人之间的合作。密克斯特坎人的社会模式看起来很具有适应性，因为他们被附近的西班牙裔墨西哥人所统治，西班牙裔墨西哥人控制了当地的官方政府及很多经济资源。通常情况下，密克斯特坎人并不采用罚款和判刑或是用体罚的方式来避免成年人和孩子的犯罪。相反，他们更愿意用安抚劝说的方式。社会排挤是最让人害怕的惩罚，社区内的社会联系十分密切，因此，用于加强这些联系的响应在维护社会秩序时显得十分有效。


  在美国，特别是在一些小社区中，对社会排挤或是羞辱的恐惧对于控制反社会行为来说曾经是比较强大的力量。现在，甚至监禁看起来都不足以制止很多形式的犯罪，特别是暴力犯罪。虽然一个原因是由于实行惩罚的不一致性，但另一个原因很可能是由于监禁不再像以前那样具有羞辱的威力，因此，监狱已经不再是一种有效的惩罚方式了。


  16. B 主旨题。文章第一段的主题句提供了解题的线索：为了维持社会秩序以及保持文化价值，不同的社会采用不同的方式进行奖惩。且下文中作者所举的例子都是围绕这一主题进行的，由此可知，文章的中心为“不同的文化中有不同的奖励和惩罚措施”，故选B。


  17. C 推断题。由题干关键词maintaining social order定位文章第一段，该段提到：在所有的文化中，父母必须教会孩子躲避危险并遵守社会的道德准则。此外，成人之间也用不同的方式相互监督彼此是否遵守社会准则。由此推知C正确。


  18. D 推断题。由题干关键词Michael Fay定位文章第一段。原文提到，1994年美国少年迈克尔·费伊由于故意破坏公共财产而在新加坡遭到鞭刑的案例引起了人们的广泛关注，许多美国人对新加坡实行体罚来维持社会秩序的做法是认可的，由此可排除A；B说美国媒体直到1994年才开始广泛关注文化差异，在文中并没有依据，排除；原文说之后他是否不再故意破坏公共财产，我们不得而知，可排除C；只有D正确，即费伊很快离开了新加坡。


  19. D 细节题。由题干关键词Gusii和Kenya定位文章第二段的Gusii parents tend to rely more on punishment...withdrawing shelter，该部分提到：古西人的父母愿意更多地依赖惩罚及恐吓而不是奖赏来调节他们子女的社会行为。鞭打、禁食、逐出家门都是惩罚的常见形式。结合选项可知D最符合题意。


  20. D 语义题。由题干关键词stigma定位文章最后一段，该段讲的是美国社会的奖惩制度。作者说在美国，特别是一些小社区中，对社会排挤或是____的恐惧曾经能很好地控制反社会行为，而现在监禁都不再是一种有效的措施了。由此推断，stigma的意思应该与ostracism（排斥）相似，比imprisonment（监禁）的含义在程度上要轻，结合选项可推知，stigma应是“坏名声、侮辱”的意思，故选D。

  People think what I do is so prestigious because I get to interview stars. And I have to admit that when I first started working at Sassy in 1987 I was excited about that part of my job for the first couple of months, anyway. Then I noticed how celebrities would fool me around for months, rescheduling our interviews or completely backing out at the last minute. Everyone wants to be famous, because in our society you are not considered a success unless you are famous, no matter what your career is. Even being famous for doing nothing is more desirable than being truly creative and talented.


  Why do we need celebrities? In effect, the media created celebrities to satisfy our primitive need for gossip. Over time, talking about people we have never met and are never likely to meet became an obsession. It's gotten to the point where some people are more interested in the personal lives of the stars than in the lives of their family and friends. That is why it is so ridiculous when a celeb wants to discuss only his or her work in an interview—like we care. We want the dirt on their personal lives.


  There is another reason we worship celebrities. As a whole, our society is not as religious as it once was. It seems like people need something to fulfill them the way religion once did. Celebrity worship exists as a twisted and unfulfilling substitute of true heroes.


  We make them stars, but then their fame makes us feel insignificant, and we truly feel better about ourselves when they die. I am part of this whole process. No wonder I feel soiled at the end of workday.

  For health insurance, the United States has taken the road less traveled. The United States is the only rich country without universal health insurance. People in the United States spend the most, rely heavily on the private sector, and obtain care from the world's most complicated delivery system. While some supporters have expressed satisfaction, if not pride, in these remarkable qualities, others contend that the United States faces unique limitations in reforming health care.


  In her exceptional book, Parting at the Crossroads, Antonia Maioni compares the formation of the U.S. and Canadian health-care systems for the years 1930-1960. The United States and Canada are often considered the most similar of Western democracies. They share a common border, are wealthy, and have federal government. Their trade unions are only moderately powerful, and their populations are diverse and young. Nevertheless, their health-insurance systems are nearly opposite. The United States relies on a mix of government plans, targeted to the elderly and indigent, and employment-based plans, which the government indirectly supports. Canada offers public health insurance to all qualified resident, with the private sector providing supplementary services in some provinces.


  Labor organizations became strong advocates for health-insurance reform in both countries. Their impact partially depended on political institutions and how other actors, particularly organized medicine, wielded them. Canada's governmental and electoral systems allowed labor to cooperate with a social democratic party in the Saskatchewan province, which established a universal program. The Saskatchewan program demonstrated universal insurance feasibility, spurring the dominant Liberals to introduce a national universal program. In contrast, the U.S. electoral system effectively precluded third-party formation, forcing organized labor to dilute its health-insurance goals because it was one of many interests represented by the Democratic Party.


  Maioni suggests that economic vitality is important for the future of both countries' systems, but the prognosis is uncertain. Despite recent concerns about the Canadian government's budgetary health, Maioni contends that widespread support protects universal insurance. Conversely, Maioni seems pessimistic about options for U.S. universal health insurance. Despite economic buoyancy, dissension will likely prevent reforms. Although a devastating economic downturn would make health finance difficult in either country, the U.S. system seems especially vulnerable. Employment-based insurance and Medicare both rely on labor market attachment. High, chronic unemployment could result in coverage loss and financial difficulties for employer insurance and Medicare, swelling the uninsured pool. Such a crisis could provide an opening for universal health insurance. In any case, whether the United States relies on the public or private sector, escalating health expenditures figure into budget of government, corporations, and families, the U.S. health care system's future may depend on Americans' willingness to devote more of their national income to health care.

  Anthropologists commonly distinguish three forms of marriage:monogamy, the marriage of one man to one woman, polygyny, the marriage of one man to two or more women, and polyandry, the marriage of one woman to two or more men. Polygyny and polyandry are often linked under the single term“polygamy”, a marriage of one individual to two or more spouses.


  Though there are many societies which permit, or even encourage, polygamous marriages, it does not follow, in such societies, that every married individual, or even that a majority of them, has more than one spouse. Quite the contrary is true, for in most, if not all, of so called polygamous societies monogamy is statistically the prevailing form. The reason for this is clear: the proportion of male to female births in any human society is roughly the same, and if this proportion is maintained among the sexually mature, a preponderance of plural marriages means that a considerable number of either men or women must remain unmarried. No society can maintain itself under such conditions;the emotional stresses would be too great to be survived. Accordingly, even where the cultural ideals do not prohibit plural marriages, these may occur on any notable scale only in societies where for one reason or another, one sex markedly outnumbers the other. In short, monogamy not only prevails in most of the world's societies, either as the only approved form of marriage or as the only feasible form, but it may also prevail within a polygamous society where, very often, only a minority of the population can actually secure more than one spouse.


  In a polygynous household, the husband must supply a house and garden for each of his wives. The wives live with him in turn, cooking and serving for him during the period of his visit. The first wife takes precedence over the others. Polyandry is much rarer than polygyny. It is often the result of a disproportion in the ratio of men to women.


  In sum, polygamy is not, as so frequently indicated, universally a result of human immorality. It is simply not true, in this aspect of culture as in many others, that people who follow patterns of culture deemed immoral in our society are thereby lacking in morality. Our ideal and compulsory pattern of marriage, which holds that monogamy is the only appropriate form of marriage, is not shared by all peoples, even by some of those who regularly practice monogamy. In a great many societies, monogamy is only one possible form of marriage, with polygyny or polyandry as perfectly possible, though less frequent, alternatives.

  The work of the railroad pioneers in America became the basis for a great surge of railroad building halfway through the nineteenth century that linked the nation together as never before. Railroads eventually became the nation's number one transportation system, and remained so until the construction of the interstate highway system halfway through the twentieth century. They were of crucial importance in stimulating economic expansion, but their influence reached beyond the economy and was pervasive in American society at large.


  By 1804, English as well as American inventors had experimented with steam engines for moving land vehicles. In 1820, John Stevens ran a locomotive and cars around in a circular track on his New Jersey estate, which the public saw as an amusing toy. And in 1825, after opening a short length of track, the Stockton to Darlington Railroad in England became the first line to carry general traffic. American businesspeople, especially those in the Atlantic coastal region who looked for better communication with the West, quickly became interested in the English experiment. The first company in America to begin actual operations was the Baltimore and Ohio, which opened a thirteen-mile length of track in 1830. It used a team of horses to pull a train of passenger carriages and freight wagons along the track. Steam locomotive power didn't come into regular service until two years later.


  However, for the first decade or more, there was not yet a true railroad system. Even the longest of the lines was relatively short in the 1830s, and most of them served simply to connect water routes to each other, not to link one railroad to another. Even when two lines did connect, the tracks often differed in width, so cars from one line couldn't fit onto tracks of the next line. Schedules were unreliable and wrecks were frequent. Significantly, however, some important developments during the 1830s and 1840s included the introduction of heavier iron rails, more flexible and powerful locomotives, and passenger cars were redesigned to become more stable, comfortable, and larger. By the end of 1830 only 23 miles of track had been laid in the country. But by 1836, more than 1,000 miles of track had been laid in eleven States, and within the decade, almost 3,000 miles had been constructed. By that early age, the United States had already surpassed Great Britain in railroad construction, and particularly from the mid-1860s, the late nineteenth century belonged to the railroad.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  人们都因我有机会采访明星而认为我所从事的工作具有非凡的声望。我不得不承认1987年当我最初开始在Sassy工作时，我确实在头几个月里对自己的这份工作感到兴奋不已。后来，我意识到了名人们是怎样愚弄我数月之久的：重排采访日程或是在最后时刻全盘反悔。我从来没能有足够的时间和某个名人相处来找出有趣的事，而且有些人的行为实在很粗鲁。我开始为他们对待我的方式感到愤愤不平，同时也非常失望，因为我发现这些远看令我有些崇拜的人其实都非常普通。于是我决定讲出事实，而不是去保持他们的神秘感。如果这位名人是个混蛋，我就会如实说；如果我认为某个人愚蠢，或是自命不凡，我也不会对此有所隐瞒。


  我以为读者们会欣赏那种诚实。恰恰相反，很多读者因此对我满怀憎恨。我已经遭到了无数对我人格的攻击，比如一封逾千字的恶意攻击信针对的就是我在《街区》报刊上发表的名为《新少年》的负面报道。


  并非天才总能成为名人。其结果就是没有哪个行业的人看起来在乎成就或是才智——名望才是惟一目标。每个人都想出名，因为在我们这个社会里，不论你是什么职业，除非你有名，否则就不会被看成是成功人士。即使一事未做而出名也比拥有真正的创造力和才智更令人向往。


  为什么我们需要名人？实际上，媒体创造名人来满足我们对闲话的原始需求。久而久之，谈论我们从未见过且不可能见到的人成为一种固有情结。从这一点上来说，有些人对明星们的私生活要比对自己家人和朋友的生活更感兴趣。这就是为什么一位名人在接受采访时只想谈论自己的工作（就好像我们关心那些似的）会很荒谬，我们想要知道的是他们私生活中的污点。


  我们崇拜名人还有另一个原因。总的来说，我们的社会不像从前那样信奉宗教了。人们似乎需要些像原先的宗教那样的东西来使他们满足自我。名人崇拜作为扭曲的且不能实现真正英雄梦的替代品而存在着。


  我们使他们成为明星，但他们的名望使我们感到渺小，而当他们死时我们才会自我感觉良好。我就是这整个过程中的一部分。我在结束一天的工作后有种被羞辱的感觉也就不足为奇了。


  1. B 态度题。综观全文，作者从怀疑自己从事的工作到揭示明星们的各种丑态，再到分析人们为什么需要明星作为谈资，都是怀着一种批判的心态、一种揭露事实的决心来行文的，结合文中相关的信息词resentful，disappointed，twisted和选项，可知应选B（批判的）。其余三项A（偏见的）、C（专断的）和D（折中的）都不能表现作者的态度。


  2. D 推断题。题干问公众对名人的看法，文章第三段最后一句表明：即使一事未做而出名也比拥有真正的创造力和才智更令人向往。由此可以推断，人们对名人的态度是钦佩的，认为他们是有才华的，因此本题应该选D。选项A（大众媒体的真实写照）与文章第一段内容不符；B（虚构的、人造的）与事实不符：名人并不是虚构或者人造的，只是有关他们的报道可能是虚构的；C（一群毫无价值的人），文章倒数第二段最后一句说出了名人崇拜的作用，这句话至少说明名人存在是有价值的，所以C也不对。


  3. A 推断题。文章第四段提到，媒体创造名人来满足我们对闲话的原始需求，谈论自己从未见过也不可能见到的人成为一种固有情结。由此可见，A（沉迷于评论名人）与其相符，故为正确答案。B（习惯找茬）、C（陷入进退两难的局面）和D（跟现代的生活方式不合拍）在文中都未提及。


  4. B 推断题。由题干关键词soiled和workday定位文章最后一段，该段提到“我们使他们成为明星，但他们的名望使我们感到渺小，而当他们死时我们才会自我感觉良好”。作者在此说明的是一种大众对造星持有的矛盾观点，而作者本人也属于其中的一员，结合作者在第一段提到自己在工作过程中发现明星们并不像大众塑造出来的那样高贵典雅，而且经常不尊重作者的工作，且读者似乎对作者如实的报告也不满，这种扭曲事实的工作可能会让作者感到自己正直的品质受到了玷污，因此才会感到有种被羞辱的感觉，选项中B最符合文意。


  5. C 主旨题。由各段的首末句可知，本文的写作意图就是揭开明星们的神秘面纱。选项中A（突出明星们的作用）明显错误；B（召唤回归朴素与率直），作者主要是批判地去看待名人的问题，而未提出呼吁；D（讽刺明星们的失败）在文中并没有提及，故应选C（揭开名人的神秘面纱）。


  Passage 2


  美国采取了与众不同的医疗保险制度。美国是惟一一个没有全民医疗保险制度的富裕国家。美国人自己花大部分钱，主要依靠私营保险机构，从世界上最复杂的保险体系中获取医疗保障。一些支持者对这些显著的特征不是感到骄傲的话至少也是表示满意，而其他人则认为美国在医疗改革上面临着一些独特的限制。


  安东尼娅·梅安妮在她的著作《分别在十字路口》中，比较了1930至1960年之间美国和加拿大医疗体系的形成过程。美国和加拿大常被认为是最相似的西方民主国家。它们有共同的边界，都很富裕，还同样有着联邦政府。它们的工会都不很强大，民族多样化并且人口结构都比较年轻。然而，它们的医疗保险制度却几乎截然相反。美国依靠的是多针对老年人和穷人的政府计划，以及由政府间接扶持的以雇佣为基础的计划。而加拿大则向所有合法居民提供公共医疗保险，私营成分只在某些省份中提供辅助服务。


  在两国中，劳工组织都是医疗保险改革的坚定拥护者。他们的影响力部分取决于政治制度以及其他因素，特别是医疗组织对政治制度产生的影响。加拿大的政府和选举体制允许劳工与萨斯喀彻温省的社会民主党派合作，该党派制定了一个全民计划。萨斯喀彻温计划证实了全民保险的可行性，并促使执政的自由党提出了全国性的全民保险计划。与此相反，美国的选举体制严格禁止出现第三种党派，并迫使劳工组织逐渐放弃其医疗保险目标，因为那代表了民主党的利益。


  梅安妮认为，经济活力对两国体系的未来发展很重要，但这种对未来的预测是不确定的。尽管近来对加拿大政府的医疗预算有很多担忧，梅安妮却认为全民保险受到了广泛的支持和拥护。与此相反，梅安妮对美国全民医疗保险可做的选择似乎持悲观态度。尽管经济状况很好，但各种争论将很可能会阻碍医疗保险制度的改革。经济低靡虽然会使两国在医疗经费上都出现困难，但美国因其以就业为基础的保险和医疗依赖于劳动力市场状况，因此医疗保险体系似乎格外脆弱。持续的高失业率会导致保险范围的缩减以及雇主保险和医疗保障的资金困难，使保险空缺加大。这种危机为全民健康保险提供了可能性。无论美国的医疗保险依靠公共还是私人保险机构，政府、企业以及家庭的医疗支出都在逐渐增加，未来美国医疗保险体系可能会依赖于美国人对于将更多的国民收入投入到医疗上的意愿。


  6. D 推断题。文章第二句（美国是惟一一个没有全民医疗保险制度的富裕国家）对第一句中的take the road less traveled进行了解释，由此可推断，首句指的是美国在健康保险上跟其他富裕国家的做法不一样，选项中D最符合题意。选项A（在健康保险方面走入歧途）、B（使其健康保险政策复杂化，令人们费解）和C（使健康保健满足普通大众的要求）均不合题意。


  7. A 推断题。由题干关键词Canadian health-care systems定位文章第二段可知，两国的医疗制度不同：美国依靠的是政府计划，主要是公司负责其职员的健康保险，政府提供间接支持；而加拿大实施的是公共健康保险制度，政府直接实施健康保险，结合选项，应选A。


  8. B 推断题。题干中关键词Saskatchewan program出现在第三段中，该段提到，加拿大萨斯喀彻温省的健康保险计划说明了全民保险计划的可行性，促使执政的自由党提出了全国性的全民保险计划。另外，第二段提到美国和加拿大都是联邦政体，故选项中B符合题意。选项A指出“一个国家的劳动联盟能够在健康保险改革中起到积极的作用”，该表述本身无误，但并不是萨斯喀彻温省的健康保险计划所要说明的内容。


  9. B 细节题。由题干关键词vulnerability定位文章第四段，文章指出：虽然急转直下的经济形势可能使加拿大和美国的健康保险支出陷入困境，但美国因其以就业为基础的保险和医疗依赖于劳动力市场状况，所以显得特别脆弱。结合选项，可知B符合题意。


  10. B 推断题。文章在第二段提到了Maioni的著作《分别在十字路口》，第二、三、四段其实都是介绍书中的内容和观点，同时第四段中三次提到了“Maioni的观点”，也就是指Maioni书中的观点，故应选B。


  Passage 3


  人类学家通常把婚姻分为三种形式：一夫一妻制，即一个男人与一个女人结婚；一夫多妻制，即一个男人与两个或两个以上的女人结婚；一妻多夫制，即一个女人与两个或两个以上的男人结婚。一夫多妻制与一妻多夫制通常用“多配偶制”来表示，即一方与两个或两个以上配偶的婚姻。


  尽管很多社会允许甚至是鼓励多配偶制的婚姻，但在这样的社会里，并不是每个已婚者，或甚至是大多数已婚者都有多个配偶。事实恰好相反，统计数字表明，在大多数（如果不是全部）所谓的多配偶制社会中，一夫一妻制仍然是主流形式。原因很清楚：在任何一个人类社会中，男女出生比例几乎都是一样的。如果这个比例在生理成熟人群中得以保持的话，多配偶婚姻占优势便意味着相当数量的男人或是女人无法结婚。没有一个社会能够保持这种状态，人们也难以承受如此巨大的情感压力。因此，即使文化观念不禁止多配偶婚姻，很明显，这种情况还是只会大规模出现在人口性别比例出于某种原因极端失调的社会中。一言以蔽之，一夫一妻制作为惟一允许或是惟一可行的婚姻形式，不仅在世界上的大多数国家盛行，同样也在多配偶制社会里盛行，而通常在多配偶制社会中，实际上只有一小部分人会有不止一个配偶。


  在一夫多妻制的家庭中，丈夫必须为他每一个妻子提供一座带花园的住房。妻子们轮流和他住在一起，在他来访期间为他煮饭，满足他的需要。第一个妻子与其他妻子相比享有优先权。一妻多夫制比一夫多妻制要更加罕见，通常都是由于男女比例不协调所引起的。


  总之，多配偶制并不像人们通常所说的那样都是由人类的不道德而引起的。我们这个社会中，人们遵循某些被认为不道德的文化模式生活并不代表他们缺乏道德——不单就婚姻而言，还包括其他很多方面。我们认为的理想及必需的婚姻模式，即认为一夫一妻制是婚姻惟一的合适形式，并非为所有民族所接受，甚至包括一些通常实行一夫一妻制的民族。在很多社会中，一夫一妻制仅仅是婚姻的一种可能的形式，而一夫多妻制与一妻多夫制虽然比较少见，却完全可以作为婚姻可能的其他选择。


  11. D 推断题。文章开头介绍了几种不同的婚姻形式，monogamy（一夫一妻制）、polygyny（一夫多妻制）、polyandry（一妻多夫制），但并未提到几个男人和几个女人的婚姻形式，故选D。


  12. D 细节题。根据题干定位文章第二段有关polygamous marriages的内容，其中提到，尽管很多社会都认可，甚至鼓励多个配偶的婚姻形式，但这并不意味着在这样的社会中，这样的婚姻形式占据主导地位，因为婚姻形式要受性别比例的局限，因此即使是在多配偶婚姻的社会，一夫一妻制也是最常见的婚姻形式，由此可知，D正确。其余选项A（多配偶婚姻是主要的婚姻形式）、B（大多数人通常都有许多配偶）和C（男人的比例通常比女人大得多）均不合题意。


  13. B 推断题。由题干关键词plural marriages定位文章第二段，其中提到“即使文化观念不禁止多配偶婚姻，很明显，这种情况还是只会大规模出现在人口性别比例出于某种原因极端失调的社会中”，结合选项可推知，B正确。


  14. C 细节题。根据题干定位文章第三段，该段主要谈到在一夫多妻社会中的夫妻关系，其中提到，一妻多夫制相比起一夫多妻制要罕见得多，结合选项，可知应选C。其余选项中，A（意味着丈夫要给他的妻子们提供生活所需）属于一夫多妻的情况，B（是一种传统婚姻，第一个丈夫占主导地位）在文中并未提及，D（通常是女人比男人多的结果）同样属于一夫多妻的情况，故均是错误的。


  15. A 推断题。作者在最后一段总结道：多配偶的婚姻制度并不像很多人认为的那样是不道德的。其言外之意就是，大多数人认为多配偶的婚姻制度是不道德的，选项中A与其相符，故为答案。选项B（那些不支持一夫一妻为主要婚姻形式的社会都是不道德的）过于绝对；C（在许多社会中，一夫多妻或一妻多夫制是可以替换的婚姻形式），文中说的是二者中的一个可能会和一夫一妻制交相更替，故错误；D（作者生活在一个多配偶婚姻得到承认的社会）在文中并未提及。

  但是，在最初的10年或更长的时间里，还没有真正的铁路系统。在19世纪30年代，甚至最长的线路也相对较短，它们当中大多数只是用于连接水路交通，而不是将两条铁路进行彼此连接。甚至如果两条线路的确连接了，路轨宽度也常常不同，使得来自一条线路上的车厢同另一条铁轨不配套。时刻表也不可靠，而且经常发生火车失事的情况。但非常值得注意的是，在19世纪30年代和40年代有一些重要的发展，包括高强度铁轨的使用、更灵活有力的机车的出现和对旅客车厢的重新设计，使之变得更平稳、舒适，也更宽敞。到1830年末，全国只铺设了23英里长的路轨。但是到了1836年，在美国11个州铺设了1,000多英里长的铁轨，1830年之后的10年内几乎建设了3,000英里长的铁路。到这个时候，在铁路建设上美国已经超过了英国，尤其是从19世纪60年代中期开始。19世纪晚期是属于铁路的时期。

  20. D 推断题。从文章内容来看，作者主要就美国的铁路史进行简述，没有比较二者的发展情况，故排除A；文章只是在第二段提到英国率先建成进行普通运输的铁路，但并未进一步说明两国存在竞争，因而B可排除；C过于片面；D概括了作者的意图：铁路的发展是一个时代的发展，需要有一个完整的历史背景作基奠，故为答案。

  To avoid the various foolish opinions to which mankind is liable, no superhuman genius is required. A few simple rules will keep you, not from all errors, but from silly errors.


  If the matter is one that can be settled by observation, make the observation yourself. Aristotle could have avoided the mistake of thinking that women have fewer teeth than men, by the simple device of asking Mrs. Aristotle to keep her mouth open while he counted. He did not do so because he thought he knew. Thinking that you know when in fact you don't is a fatal mistake, to which we are all liable.


  Many matters, however, are less easily brought to the test of experience. If, like most of mankind, you have strong convictions on many such matters, there are ways in which you can make yourself aware of your own prejudice. If an opinion contrary to your own makes you angry, that is a sign that you subconsciously are aware of having no good reason for thinking as you do. If someone maintains that two and two are five, or that Iceland is on the equator, you feel pity rather than anger, unless you know so little of arithmetic or geography that his opinion shakes your own contrary conviction. The most savage controversies are those about matters as to which there is no good evidence either way. So whenever you find yourself getting angry about a difference of opinion, be on your guard;you will probably find, on examination, that your belief is going beyond what the evidence justifies.


  For those who have enough psychological imagination, it is a good plan to imagine an argument with a person having a different opinion. This has one advantage, and only one, as compared with actual conversation with opponents; this one advantage is that the method is not subject to the same limitations of time and space. Mahatma Gandhi considered it unfortunate to have railways and steamboats and machinery; he would have liked to undo the whole of the industrial revolution. You may never have an opportunity of actually meeting anyone who holds this opinion, because in Western countries most people take the advantage of modern technology for granted. But if you want to make sure that you are right in agreeing with the prevailing opinion, you will find it a good plan to test the arguments that occur to you by considering what Gandhi might have said in refutation of them. I have sometimes been led actually to change my mind as a result of this kind of imaginary dialogue. Furthermore, I have frequently found myself growing more agreeable through realizing the possible reasonableness of a hypothetical opponent.

  Abdel Rahman Shaguri's computer is an ordinary one, but when he clicked the “send” button on its email programme back in February 2003 it sent him straight to jail. The 32-year-old from Damascus looks set to stay there after being sentenced to two and a half years in jail for “spreading false information”—that is to say, passing friends copies of an on-line newspaper that Syria's government doesn't like.


  Four other Syrians have also spent the past year in jail for Internet offences, such as showing photographs of antigovernment demonstrations that officially never took place. The severity may seem odd, since Syria's president, Bashar Assad, led the country's main Internet club before he got his current job.


  Syria is not the only Arab state with a hyperactive cyber-police. Tunisians jokingly call the worldwide web the Internet, and with good reason. As in Syria, all the country's service-providers are run by either the government or the president's relatives. Owners of Internet cafes must keep careful records of their customers. Many websites, including such dangerous outlets as Yahoo and Hotmail, are banned.


  Zouhair Yahyoui knows just how dangerous. Before being released last November, he spent 18 months in prison for the sin of running the country's most popular dissident website, Tunezine. In April, a Tunisian court sentenced six young men to between 19 and 26 years in prison for downloading what prosecutors said was “terrorist”material.


  Unlike Tunisia （or Saudi Arabia, which has blocked some 400,000 websites）, Egypt does not censor the net. Its plan to get more people to use it by allowing cheap Internet access is justly hailed as a model. But its special cyber-police taskforce is vigilant, especially in trapping homosexual men by posing online as potential mates. Lured to some public meeting place, the lovelorn gays find themselves clapped in irons and charged with “debauchery”.


  Even so, the Internet is having a profound impact on closed Arab societies as a forum for minority and dissident views. Though long shut in by UN economic sanctions, and by the stifling censorship of its press, at least a fifth of Libya's 5 million people now use the Internet; either by incompetence or choice, the country's rulers have failed to block the dozens of sites that mock, question and insult them. Although the Saudi authorities' firewalls are massive, al-Qaeda's operatives in the kingdom still manage to use the Internet as their main mode of communication and propaganda. And, though Syria's police are mean to political dissidents, they are nice to software pirates. For just a dollar, you can buy a programme off the streets of Damascus to cover your Internet tracks—and safely get a look at all the forbidden stuff.

  What our society suffers from most today is the absence of consensus about what it and life in it ought to be. Such consensus cannot be gained from society's present stage, or from fantasies about what it ought to be. For that the present is too close and too diversified, and the future too uncertain, to make believable claims about it. A consensus in the present hence can be achieved only through a shared understanding of the past, as Homer's epics informed those who lived centuries later what it meant to be Greek, and by what images and ideals they were to live their lives and organize their societies.


  Most societies derive consensus from a long history, a language all their own, a common religion, common ancestry. The myths by which they live are based on all of these. But the United States is a country of immigrants, coming from a great variety of nations. Lately, it has been emphasized that an asocial, narcissistic personality has become characteristic of Americans, and that it is this type of personality that makes for the lack of well-being, because it prevents us from achieving consensus that would counteract a tendency to withdraw into private worlds. In his study of narcissism, Christopher Lasch says that modern man, “tortured by self-consciousness, turns to new therapies not to free himself of his personal worries but to find meaning and purpose in life, to find something to live for”. There is widespread distress because national morale has declined, and we have lost an earlier sense of national vision and purpose.


  Contrary to rigid religions or political beliefs, as are found in totalitarian societies, our culture is one of great individual differences, at least in principle and in theory. But this leads to disunity, even chaos. Americans believe in the value of diversity, but just because ours is a society based on individual diversity, it needs consensus about some dominating ideas more than societies based on uniform origin of their citizens. Hence, if we are to have consensus, it must be based on a myth—a vision—about a common experience, a conquest that made us Americans, as the myth about the conquest of Troy formed the Greeks. Only a common myth can offer relief from the fear that life is without meaning or purpose. Myths permit us to examine our place in the world by comparing it to a shared idea. Myths are shared fantasies that form the tie that binds the individual to other members of his group. Such myths help to ward off feelings of isolation, guilt, anxiety, and purposelessness—in short, they combat isolation and the breakdown of social standards and values.

  ① It is frequently assumed that the mechanization of work has a revolutionary effect on the lives of the people who operate the new machines and on the society into which the machines have been introduced. For example, it has been suggested that the employment of women in industry took them out of the household, their traditional sphere, and fundamentally altered their position in society. In the nineteenth century, when women began to enter factories, Jules Simon, a French politician, warned that by doing so, women would give up their femininity. Friedrich Engels, however, predicted that women would be liberated from the “social, legal, and economic subordination”of the family by technological developments that made possible the recruitment of “the whole female sex...into public industry”. Observers thus differed concerning the social desirability of mechanization's effects, but they agreed that it would transform women's lives.


  Historians, particularly those investigating the history of women now seriously question this assumption of transforming power. They conclude that such dramatic technological innovations as the spinning jenny, the sewing machine, the typewriter, and the vacuum cleaner have not resulted in equally dramatic social changes in women's economic position or in the prevailing evaluation of women's work. The employment of young women in textile mills during the Industrial Revolution was largely an extension of an older pattern of employment of young, single women as cleaners or house servants. It was not the change in office technology, but rather the separation of secretarial work, previously seen as an apprenticeship for beginning managers, from administrative work that in the 1880s created a new class of “dead-end”jobs, then forth considered “women's work”. The increase in the numbers of married women employed outside the home in the twentieth century had less to do with the mechanization of housework and an increase in leisure time for these women than it did with their own economic necessity and with high marriage rates that shrank the available pool of single women workers, previously, in many cases, the only women employers would hire.


  Women's work has changed considerably in the past 200 years, moving from the household to the office or the factory, and later becoming mostly white-collar instead of blue-collar work. Fundamentally, however, the conditions under which women work have changed little since before the Industrial Revolution: ② the segregation of occupations by gender, lower pay for women as a group, jobs that require relatively low levels of skill and offer women little opportunity for advancement all persist, while women's household labor remains demanding.


  Recent historical investigation has led to a major revision of the notion that technology is always inherently revolutionary in its effects on society. Mechanization may even have slowed any change in the traditional position of women both in the labor market and in the home.

  Passage 1


  要避免人类常常持有的各种愚蠢观点，并不需要任何超人的天才。几条简单的法则就可以使你虽不能避免所有错误，但却可以避免愚蠢的错误。


  如果问题可以通过观察解决，那么就自己去观察。亚里士多德只需让太太张开嘴巴让他数一数，就可以使自己避免犯认为女人的牙齿少于男人这样的错误。他没有这样做是因为他以为自己清楚。不知却以为知是个致命的、我们也常犯的错误。


  然而，许多事情并不能简单地通过经验来做判断。就像大多数人那样，如果你对许多此类事情深信不疑，你可以通过一些途径使自己意识到自己的偏见。如果一个和你的观点相悖的观点令你生气，这就是一个信号，表明你在潜意识里已经意识到自己对所持观点缺乏充分的理由。如果某人坚持认为2加2等于5，或是冰岛位于赤道上，你感到的将是怜悯而非恼怒，除非你对算术或地理知之甚少以致他的观点动摇了你自己的相反论断。最剧烈的论争发生在那些双方都没有充分证据的事情上。因此，只要你发现自己对一个不同论点感到气愤时，那么就要警惕了；你很可能通过检查发现自己的信仰已经超出了证据可以论证的范围。

  5. C 推断题。结合题干和选项可知，本题问在什么情况下大多数人不太可能犯愚蠢的错误。由此来看选项，A（当他们不违反观察与想像的原则时）不够全面，可排除；B（如果他们以非常有道理的方式反驳对方的观点）与文章最后一句意思相悖，可排除；C（只要不坚信无法得到证实的认识）符合原文，即勿不知却以为知，故为正确答案；D（除非他们通过假想的对话与反方和解）没有在文中体现，可排除。


  Passage 2


  阿柏戴尔·拉荷曼·沙古瑞的电脑很普通，但是在2003年2月当他点击电子邮件系统的“发送”按钮时，却直接将自己送进了监狱。32岁的沙古瑞来自大马士革，他因为“传播假信息”——即向朋友传播叙利亚政府不喜欢的在线报纸的复件——而被判处两年半的监禁。他似乎注定是要入狱的。


  其他4个叙利亚人也已经因为互联网犯罪——比如展示据官方声称从未发生过的反政府游行的图片——而在狱中度过了一年。其严厉程度看上去不可思议，因为叙利亚总统巴沙尔·阿萨德在当政之前经营的是国家主要的互联网俱乐部。


  叙利亚并不是惟一对互联网采取极端政策的阿拉伯国家。突尼斯人开玩笑地称万维网为互联网，这是很有道理的。在叙利亚，全国所有的服务商要么由政府经营，要么由总统的亲属经营。互联网吧必须认真记录顾客的信息。许多像Yahoo和Hotmail这样的“危险”网站都已经被禁止。


  祖海尔·雅荷尤夷知道这有多么危险。在去年11月份被释放之前，他因为经营该国最著名的反政府网站Tunezine而被判18个月的监禁。4月，6名19~26岁的年轻人因为下载检举人所说的“恐怖”材料而被一个突尼斯法庭判罚入狱。


  埃及与突尼斯（或者封了大约40万个网站的沙特阿拉伯）不同，它并不审查网络。埃及通过提供廉价的互联网访问服务，计划让更多的人使用网络，此计划成为大家非常欢迎的模范。但它的网络警察特遣队非常警惕，尤其显示其警惕性的是，它通过在网络上佯装潜在的同性恋伴侣来诱捕同性恋男性。被引诱到某个公共的聚集场合后，这些春情萌动的同性恋者却发现自己突然被监禁，且被控“道德败坏”。


  即使如此，互联网作为少数群体和反政府观点的论坛正给封闭的阿拉伯社会带来深远的影响。尽管长期被联合国的经济制裁以及其沉闷的新闻检查制度所封闭，但现在500万利比亚人当中至少有1/5在使用互联网；国家的统治者要么是因为无能为力，要么是出于选择，一直无法阻止许多网站对其的嘲弄、质问和侮辱。尽管沙特当局的防火墙非常坚厚，但该国内的基地分子仍然设法成功地使用网站作为他们交流和宣传的主要手段。另外，尽管叙利亚警察对于持不同政见者非常过分，但是对软件盗版却非常友善。你只需花一美元，就能在大马士革的街道上买到程序软件来隐藏你的上网记录——这样就能浏览到所有被禁止的内容了。

  8. D 细节题。由题干关键词cyberpolice定位文章第五段，该段提到埃及并不审查网络，但其网络警察特遣队非常警惕，并对此举了一个它诱捕同性恋的例子，由此可知，答案为D。


  9. C 语义题。由题干关键词mean定位文章最后一段倒数第二句。该句提到：“尽管叙利亚对不同政见者很____，却对盗版软件很友好。”由句间表转折的连词though可以看出，叙利亚对这二者的态度截然相反，即mean的意思与nice相反，选项中直接与nice相对的是unkind，故选C。


  10. A 主旨题。文章主要介绍了阿拉伯国家的网络自由情况，结合选项，A是最佳答案。B太过片面；C不合文意；文中提到outlets只是说举例提到一些门户网站，而非D表达的意思。


  Passage 3


  今天我们的社会面临的最大问题就是缺乏对社会是什么和社会中的生活应该是怎样的共识。这样的共识不可能在社会的现阶段达成，也不会存在于对它的幻想之中。现阶段的社会离我们太近，过于多样化，而未来又带有很大的不确定性，难以对其作出可信的断言。因此，现阶段的共识只能通过对过去的共同理解来获得，就像荷马史诗启发那些生活在几个世纪以后的人们，作为希腊人意味着什么，他们又应以怎样的形象和理念来生活、来组织自己的社会。


  大部分的社会是从漫长的历史长河中、从他们自己的语言中、从共同的宗教和祖先中得到共识的。他们的神话都源于这些。但美国是个移民国家，它的人民来自于许多国家。近来值得强调的是，一种自私、自恋的性格已经成为美国人的特点，而正是这种性格导致幸福感的缺失，因为它妨碍了我们达成能让我们抵制退化回个人世界的趋向的共识。克里斯托弗·拉希在对“自我陶醉”的研究中指出，现代人“受着自我意识的折磨而求助于新的治疗方法，但这种方法不是把自己从个人忧虑中解放出来，而是去寻找生活的意义和目的，寻找一些存在的意义”。现在普遍存在着一种忧虑，正是因为民族的士气低落，我们丧失了早期具有的民族观及民族意志。


  与极权主义社会的严格的宗教或政治信仰不同，我们的文化包含巨大的个体差异，至少在原则上和理论上是这样的。但是这会导致不统一，甚至是混乱。美国人信仰多样性的价值，但这只是因为我们的社会是一个以个体多样性为基础的社会，它对关于某些占统治地位的观念达成共识的需要更甚于一个人民血统一致的社会。因此，如果我们要达成共识，它就必须基于一个关于我们的共同经历，一个使我们成为美国人的征服的神话，即想像，就像征服特洛伊造就了希腊人一样。只有一种共同的神话才能够使人们从生活是毫无意义和目的的恐惧中解放出来。通过和共同理念的比较，神话让我们检验自己在世界上的位置。神话是形成个人与社会其他成员之间联系纽带的共同想像。这样的神话能够帮助抵御孤独感、罪恶感、忧虑感和失落感。总而言之，神话能对抗孤独以及社会标准和社会价值的崩溃。

  人们常认为工作的机械化对操作新机器的人的生活以及采用新机器的社会具有革命性的影响。例如，有人曾提出工业领域雇用女性使得她们走出了家庭——她们传统的活动领域，并从根本上改变了她们的社会地位。19世纪，当女性开始到工厂工作时，法国的政治家朱尔斯·西蒙警告说，如果女性到工厂工作，她们就会失去柔弱的女性特质。而弗里德里克·恩格斯则预言，技术的发展将把女性从在家庭里“社会、法律和经济的从属地位”中解放出来，技术的发展也使得雇用所有女性到公共行业中工作成为可能。观察家对有关机械化影响的社会期望有分歧，但他们都认为机械化会改变女性的生活。


  历史学家，特别是那些研究女性历史的历史学家现在正抱着严肃的态度对这种变革作用的假设提出质疑。他们认为，多轴纺织机、缝纫机、打字机、真空吸尘器这类神奇的技术革新产物并没有在女性的经济地位方面或对女性工作的评价方面引起同样神奇的社会变化。工业革命期间年轻女性在纺织厂的工作在很大程度上是对年轻、单身女性之前所从事的清洁工作和家庭服务工作的延伸和扩展。在19世纪80年代产生了一种“没有出路”的职位，这不是因为职务技术改变，而是因为秘书——这种以前被看成是管理人员学徒时期的工作从管理工作中的分离，从此这种职位就被看成是“女性的工作”。20世纪走出家门到外面工作的已婚女性增多，这与家务机械化和这些妇女闲暇时间的增多关系不大，妇女自身的经济需求以及高结婚率导致单身女性工人数量的减少与其却有着较大的关联，因为在大多数情况下，以前只有单身女性才会被雇用。


  女性的工作在过去200年间的变化很大，从家庭到办公室或工厂，之后又主要从事白领而非蓝领工作。但是从根本上来说，从工业革命以前到现在，女性的工作条件却没发生什么根本变化：性别歧视、女性整体的低工资水平、技能需求较低的工作以及提升机会的缺乏，这一切仍然存在着，而女性却还要做繁重的家务。近期所做的历史研究在很大程度上修正了技术总是对社会产生革命性影响这一观点；机械化甚至可能延缓女性在劳动力市场和家庭中传统地位的改变。

  The subject of my study is women who are initiating social change in a small region in Texas. The women are Mexican Americans who are, or were, migrant agricultural workers. There is more than one kind of innovation at work in the region, of course, but I have chosen to focus on three related patterns of family behavior.


  The pattern I life style represents how migrant farm workers of all nationalities lived in the past and how many continue to live. I treat this pattern as a baseline with which to compare the changes represented by pattern II and III. Families in pattern I work and travel in extended kin units, with the eldest male occupying the position of authority. Families are large eight or nine children are not unusual and all members are economic contributors in this strategy of family migration. Families in pattern II manifest some differences in behavior while still maintaining aspects of pattern I. They continue to migrate but on a reduced scale, often modifying their schedules of migration to allow children to finish the school year. Parents in this pattern often find temporary local jobs as checkers to make up for lost farming income. Pattern II families usually have fewer children than do pattern I families.


  The greatest amount of change from pattern I, however, is in pattern III families, who no longer migrate at all. Both parents work full time in the area and have an average of three children. Children attend school for the entire year. In pattern III, the women in particular create new roles for themselves for which no local models exist. They not only work full time but may, in addition, return to school. They also assume a greater responsibility in family decisions than do women in the other patterns. Although these women are in the minority among residents of the region, they serve as role models for others, causing moderate changes to spread in their communities.


  Now opportunities have continued to be determined by pre-existing values. When federal jobs became available in the region, most involved working under the direction of female professionals such as teachers or nurses. Such positions were unaccepted to many men in the area because they were not accustomed to being subordinate to women. Women therefore took the jobs, at first, because the income was desperately needed. But some of the women decided to stay at their jobs, after the family's distress was over. These women enjoyed their work, its responsibility, and the companionship of fellow women workers. The steady, relatively high income allowed their families to stop migrating. And, as the benefits to these women became increasingly apparent, they and their families became even more willing to consider changes in their lives that they would not have considered before.

  The technological revolution that will prevail for the reminder of this century will create jobs and professions that as little as five years ago were nonexistent. These newly developed markets will demand of workers an understanding of sophisticated technical communications systems as well as an increased technical expertise. By the year 2001 basic skills that once were vital to business will be rendered obsolete. The spot welder on the automobile production line, the clerk typist in an office, the field worker on a farm will go the way of the steamboat pilot and the blacksmith.


  The most significant trend in years to come will be the shift from formation-type jobs（factory work, office typing, and general clerical work）to information-type jobs（programming, word processing, and supervising technical machinery）. The American economy will witness the demise of the blue-collar worker as automation and robotics become more prevalent, heralding the rise of the steel-collar worker. Such traditional blue-collar employers as General Motors and U.S. Steel have already begun to automate their factories—a fact reflected in the swollen unemployment rolls in our industrial states.


  By contrast, office and service jobs will be abundant, but only for those prepared to improve their technical skills. Again it will be automation that will displace many of the low-skilled and semiskilled workers in the present economy.


  In fact, the era of the paperless office has already begun. It has been promoted by two principal developments: computers that process business information and the explosive growth of telecommunications systems and products. This office revolution not only has changed how work is done and information is handled but has redefined the function of everyone who works in an office, from the corporate executive down to the lowliest clerk.


  For the job hunter of 2020, scanning classified ads will be a quick education in how drastically the workplace will have changed. He or she is likely to see opening for such positions as biological historians, biofarming experts, computer art curators, fiberoptics technicians, robot retrainers, space traffic controllers, and teleconferencing coordinators, etc.


  There will always be farms, but by the next century farmworkers as we know them will be scarcer. The business of farming will become ever more complex. With computerized operations and robot harvesters, there will be no need for unskilled labor. The farm will be a place for people with training as electronic technicians, bioengineers, and computer programmers. Indeed, the human farmworker someday may be simply the person with the phone number of the nearest robot repairman.

  Technological characteristics of the factory of the future will be influenced by both “science push” and “market pull”. Science push relates to the many scientific developments that are being announced from laboratories around the world.


  ① The manufacturing community is alert to these developments and when creative people visualize opportunities to solve major problems with new scientific developments, they are responsive to initiate major projects to attempt to capture a competitive edge. Market pull is the other dimension. The manufacturing community sees opportunities to gain a competitive edge by drawing existing or emerging technologies on to the shop floor, and they are willing to invest in the future. The driving force in both cases is the desire to increase productivity and quality. History has demonstrated that both phenomena are at work in the manufacturing environment.


  Underlying the future of the manufacturing environment of tomorrow are the strategic technologies that we recognize today as playing an important role in our planning in industrial and university research laboratories. Let me elaborate on what I consider the strategic technologies in the laboratory with both medium and long range perspectives on the future. My strategic technologies include: new materials （including polymers, alloys, ceramics and composites, and superconductors）, computer engineering, microelectronics, micro-fabrication, photonics, and manufacturing system （automation for machines and processes, new processes, engineering management）.


  The reality of the impact of the strategic technologies which I have mentioned is not an issue. What are the issues include: how rapidly will their impact be left, how will the capital investments required be justified, and how will we educate the workforce to implement and manage them. I believe these issues will be resolved in an evolutionary way rather than as a new industrial revolution. There are already unfortunate examples of failure in attempts to implement individual views of factories of the future.② The underlying problems will surface when we attempt too much, too soon, and without a thorough knowledge of all of the important features of strategic technologies and of whether they are fit for an effective manufacturing facility. The lack of standards has been recognized as a major deterrent to integration, and major steps have been taken on a national and world-wide basis to correct the situation. We cannot overestimate the power of the human being to adapt and to succeed. We have not yet duplicated this power with the computer. However, we have achieved the ability to use the computer to make the human more productive, more reliable and more powerful. This is perhaps the beginning for developing a more focused view of what we mean by the factory of the future. The issue of strategic technologies is of great importance to the development of the factory of the future. It is a matter of survival.

  The public care of the chronically mentally ill in the United States is a national disgrace, and it has been for most of the last two centuries. Twice in that period reforms have been undertaken: the first reform took the patients out of the community and into state hospitals; the second reform took them out of state hospitals and back into the community. Neither one solved the problem. The ideas behind both reforms were sound; it was the failure to carry out the ideas in each case that led to catastrophe. It is now time for a third reform, and this time we need to do it right.


  Reform of mental health care, therefore, starts with reform in funding. ① Funding for the reformed centers requires a commitment by the federal government to take over the care of the severely mentally ill, not as an experiment but as an ongoing responsibility, as with the medical care of veterans. Only with ongoing federal funding will the new reform succeed. It is unrealistic to expect communities, even if they were willing, to bear the costs of mental health care, as the poorest communities have much the greatest burden. During the last century and a half the states have consistently made it evident that they cannot or will not adequately support care, and there are no signs that they will change. ② Private insurance funding through managed care is not a viable option: its eligibility rules keep out the people in greatest need, and its emphasis on cost-cutting has severely constricted clinical psychiatric services and has never provided essential supportive services such as housing, transportation, and vocational rehabilitation.


  The federal government should buy or lease existing state or community facilities and build new ones. It should either operate the facilities or contract with competent nonprofit agencies to operate them. The reformed system should not be viewed as an economy measure; to make the necessary changes in the current disgraceful and expensive system of care will be impossible without an initial and ongoing expenditure of substantial government funds. In the long run, however, a reformed system will more than pay for itself, not in direct savingsbut in thereduction of theindirect costsof mental illness.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  我研究的课题是正在给得克萨斯州小区域范围内带来社会变化的女性。这些女性是墨西哥裔美国人，现在或曾经是农业季节工人。当然，这一地区的变化不止一种，但我所关注的是三个相关的家庭行为模式。


  模式一的生活方式描绘了所有不同民族的农业季节工人过去是如何生活的，以及现在有多少人继续这样生活。我把它作为对模式二和模式三所表现的变化进行比较的基线。模式一中的家庭，工作和迁移都是整个大家族一起进行，家族中最年长的男性最具权威。家庭很大，有八九个小孩是很正常的，而且每位成员都要为家族的迁移作出经济上的贡献。模式二的家庭除保留模式一的一些特点外，在行为上有些不同。他们仍然会迁移，但迁移时间缩短。为了使孩子能够完整地度过学年，他们通常会更改迁移计划。这类模式中的父母往往会在当地寻找临时性的工作，比如检验员，以弥补损失掉的农业收入。在模式二的家庭中，小孩往往比模式一的少。


  但与模式一区别最大的是模式三中的家庭，他们完全不再迁移。父母双方都在当地拥有全职工作，每个家庭平均有三个小孩，孩子一年到头都要上学。在模式三中，尤其是女人会为自己塑造一个当地未曾出现过的、全新的社会角色。她们不仅做全职的工作，而且还会回到学校学习。她们在家庭中承担的责任也比其他两类模式中的妇女重大。虽然这类女性在当地居民中只是少数，但作为其他人的行为楷模，她们让居住团体产生了适度的变化。


  现在，机会继续由固有的价值观决定。当联邦政府为该区域提供工作机会之时，其中大部分都是在女性专业人员的指导下工作，比如教师或护士。这样的职位在当地往往不为许多男人所接受，因为他们不习惯在女人手下干活儿。女人最初之所以做这些工作，是因为家里急需钱。但也有一些女性在家里经济不再困难后仍然决定留在原工作岗位上。她们热爱自己的工作，享受着工作带来的责任，同时也舍不得与同行姐妹们的友谊。工作让她们取得了稳定的、相对较高的收入，她们的家庭由此不再迁移。并且随着收入的明显增加，这些女性以及她们的家人更愿意考虑一些以前他们从未考虑过的生活变化。


  1. C 主旨题。作者在第一段指出，她研究的课题是正在给得克萨斯州小区域范围内带来社会变化的女性。这些女性是墨西哥裔美国人，接着该段最后一句提到，作者关注的是三个相关的家庭行为模式。文章第二段和第三段则详细地介绍了各个模式的特点并指出它们之间的不同，由此可推断出本文主要是讲述移居美国的墨西哥人家庭生活方式的变化，选项中C最符合文意。


  2. D 推断题。由题干关键词Pattern I定位文章第二段，其中具体提到了模式一的特点：工作和迁移是整个大家族一起进行的，家族中最年长的男性最具权威，对他们来说家里的每一个人都要为家庭的迁移作出贡献。由此来看选项，A（男性在家中占主导地位）和B（孩子没有对家庭收入作出贡献）与原文内容有出入，可排除，C（家庭逐渐减少迁移）应该是第二种模式的特点，排除；剩下的只有D（人们在家族范围内工作）符合文意。


  3. B 推断题。由题干关键词Pattern II定位文章第二段有关儿童的部分，其中提到模式二中的家庭，为了使孩子能够完整地度过学年，会更改迁移计划。由此可知选项A和C不正确；随后文中提到，模式二中的父母会找临时性的工作，以弥补损失掉的农业收入，由此可推断模式二的家庭并不是完全不进行农业生产，D的内容过于绝对，可排除；该段最后一句提到，模式二家庭中的小孩往往比模式一少，由此可知B正确。


  4. D 推断题。由题干关键词women和Pattern III定位文章第三段，该段指出，在模式三中，女性不仅做全职的工作，还会回到学校学习，虽然这类女性在当地居民中只是少数，但作为其他人的行为楷模，她们让居住团体产生了相应的改变，由此来看选项，可知D正确。选项A、B和C的内容在文中都未被提及。


  5. B 态度题。纵观全文，文章首段提出了本文的主旨——关注三个相关的家庭行为模式，随后文章对这三种模式进行了比较，期间作者并未表现出赞成或不满意的态度，仅就问题进行了客观分析，故应选B。


  Passage 2


  这个世纪暗示我们科技革命将会盛行，将会给人们创造至少五年前不会有的工作岗位和职业。这些新开发的市场要求工人既要懂得尖端的技术通信系统，又要懂得新增的技术方面的专业知识。到2001年，过去那些相对来说很重要的行业基本技能将会过时。汽车生产线上的电焊工、办公室里的打字员、田地里的工人都会像汽船导航员和铁匠一样消失。


  在接下来的数年里，最显著的趋势将是在工作领域中结构工种（工厂操作、办公室打字以及普通文职工作）向信息工种（编程、文字处理以及技术设备管理）的转移。随着自动化和机器人技术的进一步普及，美国的经济将见证蓝领工人的退位，同时宣告钢领工人的崛起。通用公司和美国钢铁公司这些传统的蓝领雇主已经开始对他们的工厂实施自动化改革——这可从我国工业州的大量失业人员名单中体现出来。


  与工厂的人员过剩相比，办公室以及服务行业将会有大量工作岗位，但这些岗位只是为那些准备不断提高他们技术技能的人提供的。而且现在的经济状况，仍然是自动化取代那些不熟练和半熟练工人。


  事实上，无纸办公室的时代已经开始。它受到了两大主要科技发展的推动：处理信息事务的电脑和节节升级的电讯系统和电讯产品。这场办公室革命不仅改变了我们的工作方式以及信息处理方式，而且还重新定义了每个办公室职员的职能，从公司的主管到职位最低的职员。


  2020年的求职者在浏览分类广告时将很快发现工作场所的巨大改变。他们很容易发现这样的工作机会：生物历史学家、生物农业专家、电脑艺术馆长、光纤学技师、机器人再培训师、太空交通管理员、远距离电话会议调度员等等。


  虽说会出现那么多新职位，可农场却永远不会消失。出人意料的是，到下个世纪我们所熟知的农场工人会变得更加稀缺。农场事务会变得前所未有的复杂。借助于电脑化的操作和机器人收割机，农场不再需要无技能工人。它需要训练有素的电子技师、生物工程师以及电脑程序员。事实上，有一天农场工人可能又变成最简单的职业，只需要清楚最近的机器人修理师的电话号码。


  6. C 推断题。由题干关键词information-type jobs定位文章第二段。文中提到，在工作领域最大的转变将会是结构工种向信息工种的转化，美国的经济将会见证蓝领工人的退位并宣告“钢领”工人的崛起，也就是自动化和机器人技术的普及。结合选项可推断出，所谓的信息工种应该是以信息的电子化处理为中心，故应选C。


  7. B 推断题。文章第二段开篇即提到，接下来的数年间，工作领域将从结构工种向信息工种转变，但并未表明前者已经被后者取代，故A错误；该段末句提到通用公司等开始对工厂实施自动化改革，从而导致工业州出现大量失业人员，由此可推断，汽车厂的工人有失业的风险，故B正确；第三段首句提到，办公室以及服务行业将会有充足的岗位，故C错误；而D提到各行各业失业人数都会增加过于绝对，应排除。


  8. B 细节题。根据题干关键词office revolution定位文章第四段。文中提到，无纸办公时代为两大主要科技的发展所推动：商务信息处理的电脑化和电讯系统及其产品的爆发式升级，结合选项可知正确答案应为B。


  9. D 主旨题。文章第一段首句即点明了全文的主旨：科技革命会给人们创造大量的就业机会，同时提出新的劳动力市场所需人才的条件。言外之意，以前的岗位就业条件将会过时，求职者需要不断充电，提高技能。文章随后介绍了各行业将来发展的一些趋势。由此可知，选项D最符合文意。A、B、C所指内容都不够全面。


  10. B 态度题。纵观全文，作者溪细地分析了未来各行业将呈现的发展变化，即结构工种将会向信息工种转化。作者在文中并未提到转化过程中会出现的问题或麻烦，而是仅对未来的发展作出预测，其发展是符合社会进步规律的，由此可判定B正确。


  Passage 3


  “科学推动”和“市场牵引”将会影响未来工厂的技术特点。科学推动和世界上各个实验室开发出来的众多新技术密切相关。


  制造业群体对这些新开发出来的技术特别关注，当那些创造性的人们看到可以利用这些新科学发展解决一些生产过程中的重大问题时，他们便积极响应启动重要工程以努力捕捉竞争优势。市场牵引是影响工厂技术特点的另一因素。制造业群体通过现存的或者是即将出现的技术向生产力的转化来发现机会，获得竞争优势，而在将来他们也愿意投资。这两者的驱动力正是提高生产力以及产品质量的愿望。历史证明制造业的生产力和产品质量已经在不断提高。


  而支撑制造业未来发展的是战略技术，今天我们已经意识到它们在工厂和大学的研究实验室计划制定中发挥着重要作用。让我从中期和长远的视角来详细阐述我眼中的关于未来的实验室里的战略技术。它们包括：新原料（聚合物、合金、陶瓷、复合材料以及超导体）、电脑工程、微电子学、微细加工技术、光子学以及制造系统（机械和加工的自动化、新程序以及工程管理）。


  我在前面提及的战略技术对制造业的影响根本不是一个问题。真正的问题包括：用多快的速度才能把科学技术转化成生产力，如何合理利用投入科学研究的资金，如何使工人们有效地将这些技术运用于生产。我相信这些问题都可以用变革的方式去解决，而不是来场新的工业革命。一些关于未来工厂发展的个人想法已经被证明失败。当我们尝试得过多、过快，而不去整体了解战略技术的重要特点，不去了解它们是否适用于有效的生产机构，那么潜在的问题将会一一突现。缺乏上述问题的判断标准是阻碍科学技术转化成真正生产力的最主要问题。全国乃至全世界都采取了重大措施来改变这种状况。但人类适应问题和成功解决这些问题的能力估计得再高也不为过。我们还不能用电脑来复制这些能力。但我们已经可以运用电脑使人类变得更具生产力，更具可靠性，更具力量。这也许是我们找到开拓所谓未来工厂正确方法的开端。科学技术运用于生产对未来工厂的发展具有重大意义。它关乎整个人类的生存。


  11. A 主旨题。文章第一段提到了未来工厂的技术特征将受“科学推动力”和“市场牵引力”的双重影响；第二段就这两种影响展开阐述，指出其目的都是为了提高生产力和质量；第三段指出现在正在开发的新技术将对未来工厂的发展起作用；第四段说明了利用这些战略技术的影响和所涉及的各种问题，由此可知本文主要讲的是未来工厂的战略技术问题。选项中B是第二段的重点，C是最后一段的一个具体内容，D是第三段的重点，它们都不能完整地表达文章的中心思想，只有A意思最全面，故为答案。


  12. C 细节题。由题干关键词new scientific development定位文章第二段。该段第一句话指出：制造界对于这些发展是敏感的，当富有创造力的人寻求机会用新的科学成果解决主要问题时，他们积极响应开发大的项目，企图占据市场竞争优势。选项中C正是这一表达的同义转述，故正确。


  13. B 推断题。由题干关键词the implementation of new strategic technologies定位文章最后一段，其中提到：这些问题将会以变革的方式得到解决，而不是把它当成一个新的工业革命。如果我们过于求多、求快，而不了解战略技术的所有重要特性，那么潜在的问题将会一一突现。由此可推知：如果我们以革命的方式、试图快速解决这些战略技术问题，那么这些问题就不会得到解决，选项中只有B最符合题意。


  14. C 细节题。文章最后一段指出：全国乃至全世界都采取了重大措施来改变这种状况，虽然我们还不能完善地解决这些问题，但我们已具有利用计算机使人类变得更具生产力、更具可靠性和更强大的能力。由此可知作者强调的是人的力量，选项中只有C符合此意，故为答案。


  15. D 语义题。文章第四段第六句话指出：缺乏统一标准被公认是整合的主要deterrent，全国乃至全世界都采取重大措施来改变这种状况。结合选项A（有利条件）、B（缺点，短处）、C（不利条件）和D（阻碍）来看，似乎C、D都可选，但结合上文可知，此处并无比较之意，故重点应该不是“有利条件”或“不利条件”，而是强调“阻碍”，故选D。


  Passage 4


  前两个世纪的大部分时间以来，在美国有关慢性精神病的公共医疗一直是一种民族耻辱。在这期间进行了两次改革：第一次改革把这些病人从社区移交到各州的医院，第二次改革把他们从医院里又移回了社区。这两次改革都没有解决问题。这两次改革背后的想法都是合理的，但正是无法顺利实行这样的想法导致了灾难。现在是进行第三次改革的时候了，这一次我们不能再失败了。


  因此，对精神健康医疗体制的改革，要从对资金的改革入手。治疗中心的改革资金需要联邦政府作出承诺，接管治疗那些有严重精神疾病的患者。这不是一个实验，而是一种持续的责任，就像那些退伍军人的医疗一样。只有持续的联邦资金投入，新的改革才能成功。期望社区来承担精神健康的治疗费用是不切实际的，即使他们愿意这样做，因为最穷的社区往往负担最大。在过去的150年里，美国各州一贯明确表示他们不能也不愿意支持医疗，迹象表明他们的态度不会有什么变化。管理式医疗保健的私人保险基金也并非是一个可行的办法，它的资格条款把最有需要的人排除在外，且它对削减成本的强调极大地限制了临床精神治疗服务，而且其从不提供基本的支持服务，如住房、交通和职业康复。


  联邦政府应该购买或租借现有的州或社区的设施，建立新的医疗中心。联邦政府应该自己运作这些设施或与一些有能力的非营利机构签订合同让他们来运作。改革后的体制不应该被看作是一项经济措施。没有初步的、持续的大量政府资金，对目前名声不好且高收费的医疗体制进行必要的改革是不可能的。然而，从长远来看，改革后的体制将不仅限于为自己埋单，这并非体现在为政府直接节省多少收入，而是体现在精神医疗间接花费的减少上。


  联邦政府对精神病治疗的支持项目并不能保证Helen或John或Sally的生活从此步入正轨、开开心心，也不能保证他们不再需要住院治疗，但是它能极大地减少进一步住院治疗的可能性，最大可能地增加他们的就业机会和在社区中维持生活的能力，使他们参与到纳税群体中而不是要求终身的公共资助。它能大大增加目前仍很少见的精神分裂症治愈的可能性。


  16. C 态度题。由题干关键词last two mental health care reforms定位文章第一段。该段第三句就点明了作者对过去两次医疗改革的态度：neither one solved the problem（两次改革皆未解决问题）。结合选项可知，作者的态度应该是不满意，故应选C。


  17. A 推断题。文章第二段开篇提到，精神健康医疗制度的改革要从资金方面开始，原因在于第三句提到的Only with ongoing federal funding will the new reform succeed（只有联邦政府不断地为这项新改革注入资金，才能使其成功），由此可知A正确。文中提到：即使各社区愿意承担精神健康医疗所需的资金，指望他们也是不切实际的，因为最穷的州将会背上最沉重的经济负担，由此可推断，有些社区有能力提供资金，但有些则没有这种能力，故B说许多社区有能力在文中没有依据，排除；该段后半部分提到：在过去的150年里，美国各州都明确表明他们不愿意提供适当的支持，也没有迹象表明他们的态度会有什么变化，故可排除C；既然指望各州提供资金是不切实际的，那么只能依靠联邦政府来解决，由此也可排除D。


  18. D 推断题。由题干关键词private insurance定位文章第二段，其中提到：通过医疗保障机制的私人保险也是不可行的，因为它的资格条款将最需要帮助的人排除在外，由此可确定答案应为D，其中的exclude相当于原文中的keep...out。其余三项A（极为可行）、B（很少提供必要的支持服务）和C（对改革而言是个很好的选择）均与文意相悖。


  19. D 推断题。由选项可知，本题针对文章第三段内容提问。段首即说联邦政府应该购买或租借各州以及社区所拥有的设备，以建立新的医疗机构，由此可排除A；文中还提到：政府应该独立运作这些设备，或与一些有能力的非营利机构签合同让他们运作，但改革后的体制不应该被看作是一项经济措施。没有初步的、持续的大量政府资金，对目前昂贵的医疗体制进行必要的改革是不可能的，由此可排除B和C，正确答案为D。


  20. D 推断题。本题定位在第四段。段首即提到联邦政府对精神病治疗的支持项目不会确保某个Helen、John或是Sally就一定会生活幸福，推断可知这几个人物应是指常见的mentally ill病人的代表，故答案应为D。

  The Republican National Convention of 1992 marked the true beginning of the concept of “family values,” a campaign concern that in part led an election loss to the Democrats. But the Republican Party claimed that the American public, specifically the rural middle-American public, agreed with them that “faith, family and freedom” were important issues. ① This was the most specific definition of “family values”that the GOP （Republican Party）ever provided without getting in trouble—any definition containing factual information continually offended a large section of the populace because the tenets of the proposal entered the conscious mind.


  The ideal of Family Values is necessarily fictitious, since it never existed in the past, and never could now, unless homosexuality, single mothers, and minorities simply disappeared from the American landscape. To a certain （perhaps unconscious）degree, the drafters of this ideology realized that it was impossible to achieve. This is why the concept was fictionalized in the most legitimate way possible—by Hollywood. The idea of Family Values was only successfully communicated through fiction—since the subtle influences of film would allow for the “message” of family values to get through to the audience unconsciously without a significant portion being offended. In other words, a fictitious dream for the future could only be embodied by fiction, since any realistic policies based on family values would meet with overwhelming opposition. But as an un-actualized inference of a desire for things to “go back to how they were,” most people agreed with them, since the program's approach was not targeted to the conscious mind.


  ② The majority of the American public that agreed with the image of family values is arguably the most desirable target audience for Hollywood, and so not surprisingly, action films（middle-America's favorite genre）became motivated by the concept of family. Beginning in 1992, the same year as the aforementioned Convention, Patriot Games was released: the story of an ex-CIA agent who gets involved in a case only to have a terrorist target his family for revenge. This was followed by The Fugitive（1993）, in which a man searches for the “someone else” that killed his beautiful and virtuous wife. The audience meets her in numerous flashback scenes that indicate that the desire for family and the “way things were” are Dr. Richard Kimble's main goals.


  It should also be pointed out that the term “family values” is never uttered in any of these films, and any allusion to the concept and its tenets is completely indirect and implied. The concept of family as the most important asset of any American's life is unconsciously acknowledged so that any conscious opinions about the subject could be altered significantly.

  The human mind is evolving further and further from the natural world. “Nature” is now the “environment,” from something alive to a concept. We created an intermediary consciousness to express our consciousness and control over reality. It is a further removal of ourselves from “nature,” as we continue to create our own artificial environment out of the material world we inherited. Everything in our homes is bought through the numbers of money, instead of directly from the earth and our hands to our mouths. Individuals are increasingly atomized into their home environments, divorced from “society.” Television has replaced the communal experience of the circus coming to town. It was strange when the power went out in the northeast of the continent and everyone saw the stars from inside the city. We cannot survive without numbers and electricity. And electricity doesn't just make the science in the stove work; it is the basis of communication for the distribution network that we rely upon, business, to keep us alive.


  All of this is based on code. Northrup Frye was instrumental in breaking the Biblical code that defined our thinking from our Christian heritage. Now we are creating the next linguistic foundation from which to construct our lives, and programmers are the theologians. Its mathematical code, is what our entire modern survival system is based upon. Science, business and money rely on it. Therefore we are dependent on it, before we are dependent on the “real”world for the basics of life.


  How resilient is this? Where is this human creation going? Do we realize how we have replaced an invisible God with invisible numbers to base our lives on? It sounds extreme. But we are like aristocrats who don't really appreciate how the food got on our tables. Killing the cow is only a small fraction of what went into getting the steak to our mouths. The cow's life was managed on the farm through drugs and nutrition. The transportation, refrigeration, processing, packaging, retail and financial support to make it all happen are massive. Our survival system is not simple anymore. The economy is based on mathematics, electricity and silicone to make this production and distribution happen now. There are now automatic paper towel dispensers in public restrooms. A microchip delivering what our hands' grip used to accomplish.

  An “aging world” creates pension system challenges in both pay-as-you-go（PAYG）and funded systems. But it is important to understand that aging itself—that is, people living longer—is not the key problem.


  Indeed, if the only demographic change at work were increasing longevity, there would be no fundamental problem of pension policy design. Instead, there would be one straightforward, simple, though sometimes politically difficult, solution. ① If longevity increases, but fertility stays stable, a proportional rise in pensionable ages （that is, a rise that keeps stable the proportions of adult life spent working and in retirement）will balance a PAYG system, with no need for either higher contribution rates or lower pensions relative to average earnings.


  The U.K. government, following the Pensions Commission's recommendations, has now committed itself to the principle of a proportionally rising state pension age. This principle should be a central feature of PAYG pension reform in all countries. In a funded system, it is also easy to illustrate that an analogous condition applies. ② If increasing longevity were the only factor at work, and if inter-temporal discount rates and preferences as to the proportion of life spent in retirement were stable between generations, there would be no reason to anticipate that demographic factors would affect rates of return or asset prices.


  The far more fundamental problem is falling fertility. All 20th century PAYG pension systems were in a sense “ponzi schemes,” or pyramid selling schemes: for the mathematics of the relationship between contributions paid in and pensions paid out to work, there must be more people in the next link of the chain, the next generation. And the population pyramids are coming to an end. That is good news for world environmental sustainability but creates a major challenge for pension systems. And the severity of the demographic challenge to pension systems is a direct function of the fertility rate or, more precisely, of the combined fertility plus permanent immigration rate（immigrants being, to the pension system designer, functionally equivalent to new citizens who are born, on average, in their mid-20s）.


  If the combined fertility plus immigration rate is equivalent to a fertility rate close to or greater than 2.0, the affordability problems of PAYG pension systems are easily manageable. This is clearly the case in the United Kingdom, which is likely to have a slowly growing population, and would be the case even if the outlook were for population stability or a very gradual decline. Pension system sustainability does not therefore require that the world reject the environmental benefits of population stability.

  ① When word went out earlier this month that AOL had publicly released user search data, resulting in the identities and sometimes shocking interests of thousands of users being laid bare for the world to see, it was actually good news for those people interested in privacy.


  While embarrassing for AOL—not to mention those users whose searches for dates, porn, and cures to various intimate medical maladies—the incident finally proved in an unforgettable way something that privacy advocates have long known: “nonymizing”data doesn't necessarily make it safe.


  As is often the case, the road to AOL's search data downfall was paved with good intentions. As a service to academic researchers working to create faster and more accurate search algorithms, AOL's own in-house researchers took a snapshot of some 20 million search queries over a three-month period.


  AOL's search experts then stripped away user account information, replacing overt identifiers such as user names and IP addresses with random numbers designed to protect the anonymity of the user. Once anonymized in that way, the data file was posted on a Web site promoting AOL's computer research activities.


  ② Proving the old maxim that no good deed goes unpunished, many of the researchers who began looking at the contents of the file realized very quickly that, despite having the obvious identifying information stripped away, the anonymized data remained a treasure trove of personal information about those AOL customers whose data was captured.


  In perhaps the most striking and detailed example, reporters at the New York Times looked at a sequence of searches for someone known only as “User 4417749.” Even though this person's identity had been reduced to a random number, the reporters were able to examine 4417749's searches and easily determined that she was Thelma Arnold, a 62-year old widow in Lilburn, GA.


  Once the reality of the situation dawned on the powers that be at AOL, the data was quickly taken off the Web site and profuse apologies were issued. Of course, the Internet being what it is, within minutes of the removal more than a dozen other websites had copies of the file available for download.


  AOL has since fired three employees, including its CTO, over the disclosure. The Electronic Frontier Foundation is asking the Federal Trade Commission （FTC）to investigate the leak of search data on the 650,000 users. AOL, now facing investigations from the FTC, will no doubt see some inquiries from state Attorneys General and probably a few lawsuits from class-action attorneys.


  Although it is unfortunate that so many AOL customers had their personal information thrown into public view, the release of the AOL search data—which I believe is actually Google search data, given that Google powers AOL's search services—may well prove to be a watershed moment in Internet privacy.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  1992年，共和党召开全国代表大会，这标志着“家庭价值观”观念的真正开始，该观念在某种程度上导致共和党在竞选中败给民主党。但是共和党人宣称，美国公众，具体说是美国中部乡村的公众认同了他们的观点，即“信念、家庭和自由”是重要的问题。这是老大党（共和党）曾提出的没有引起任何麻烦的“家庭价值观”最明确的定义——任何包含事实性信息的定义总是会不断地冒犯大部分民众，因为提议的原则已经成为人们意识的一部分。


  “家庭价值观”的理念一定是虚构的，因为它在过去并不存在，现在也不可能存在，除非同性恋、单亲母亲和少数民族都从美国的地域消失。在某种（可能是未知的）程度上，这种思想意识的起草人意识到这是不可能实现的。这也就是为什么这种观念以一种尽可能合理的方式呈现——好莱坞虚拟化。“家庭价值观”只有通过虚构的形式才能成功传播，因为电影的细微得难以察觉的影响可以使“家庭价值观”的“信息”不知不觉地深入观众的心中，而不会冒犯大部分的群体。换句话说，对未来的虚构的梦只能通过虚构来具体化，因为任何基于家庭价值观的现实政策都会遭到强烈的反对。但是作为一个对未实现的“回归”愿望的论断，大部分人还是认同的，因为这种方法没有针对人们的意识和观念。


  大部分认同“家庭价值观”形象的美国公众是好莱坞理想的目标群，因而动作电影（美国中部最喜欢的电影类型）受到家庭观念的推动也就不足为奇了。始于1992年，也就是上述共和党大会召开的同一年，电影《爱国者游戏》上市：一个前中央情报局的特工卷入了一个案子，不料竟使得一名恐怖分子对他的家人进行报复的故事。随后推出了《逃亡者》（1993），在影片中一名男子寻找杀死他美丽善良妻子的“其他人”。让观众在表明对家庭的渴望和事情“本来面目”的大量倒叙场景中认识这个女人，这是Richard Kimble博士的主要目标。


  同时应该指出，在上述任何一部电影中“家庭价值观”这个词从没说出过，所有提及这一观念和原则的地方完全是间接的、暗含的。家庭观念作为美国人生活中最重要的资产在无意识中得到承认，这样关于这个主题的任何有意识的主张都会被大幅度地改变。

  3. C 细节题。由题干关键词convey the ideal of family values定位文章第二段，第四句提到：“家庭价值观”只有通过小说的形式才能成功地传播。由此可见应选C。题干中的the best way对应文中的successfully communicated。

  Passage 3


  “老龄化世界”在现收现付制度以及基金制度两方面给退休金系统带来了挑战，但老龄化本身——人们活得越来越长——不是关键问题，认清这一点很重要。


  诚然，如果问题只是人口统计学上人的寿命延长了的话，还不至于给退休金政策的设计带来本质上的问题。相反，这个问题只需要一个直接而又简单的解决办法即可，尽管这个办法在政治上有时比较困难。如果人的寿命延长、出生率维持原状的话，只需要按比例提高可领退休金年龄（也就是说通过提高可领退休金年龄使人一生中工作和退休的时间比例保持不变）就可以平衡现收现付制度，而没有必要增加与平均收入相关的税费或者降低退休金。


  根据养老金委员会的建议，英国政府目前采纳了按比例提高国家可领退休金年龄这一原则。这项原则应该成为各国现收现付退休金制度改革的主要特征。在基金制中，这一原则很容易解释相类似的情况。如果寿命增加是目前惟一的人口因素，如果跨时贴现率与参数值相对于退休期寿命的比值没有改变的话，我们就没有理由预测人口统计学因素会影响所得税率或资产价格。


  出生率的降低是更为基本的问题。所有20世纪现收现付制度都是某种意义上的“庞氏骗局”，或者说是金字塔销售骗局：纳税的份额与所取得的退休金两者间平衡关系的维系需要下一代中更多人的投入。而人口金字塔正在走向衰亡，这对世界环境可持续发展是个好消息，但对退休金系统却是一个巨大的挑战。人口统计学给退休金系统带来的严峻挑战是出生率，或者更确切地说，是出生率以及永久性移民率，直接作用的结果（移民，对于现在的退休金系统的设计者来说，在功能上基本等同于20世纪中期出生的新生儿）。


  如果出生率加移民率等同于系数为2.0或者稍高于2.0的出生率的话，现收现付退休金系统的可支付能力问题还是很容易解决的。这一点在英国很明显，英国人口可能会有小幅增长，即使对人口的展望表明人口维持原状或有非常缓慢下降的趋势。退休金系统的可持续性并不因此需要以人口平衡带来的环境利益为代价。

  12. B 细节题。文章第二段提出假设，如果只是寿命长短的问题，那么只要通过提高可领退休金的年龄这一简单的方法就可以解决问题，但第一段提到人的寿命延长不是问题的关键，由此可推断，A与文意相悖，可排除；B（在退休金制度中存在根深蒂固的问题）符合题意；C（在出生率维持原状的条件下现收现付系统将会得到平衡）说法不全面、D（为了平衡现收现付系统，人的寿命和出生率均保持不变）与文意相悖，故应排除。


  13. D 语义题。文章第三段提到：按比例提高可领退休金年龄这一原则应该成为各国现收现付退休金系统的主要特征，在退休金投资系统中，这一原则也可以解释____的情况。结合选项A（分析的）、B（整个的）、C（清楚的）和D（类似的），可知D最符合题意。


  14. A 推断题。由题干关键词most important factor定位第四段。该段首句提到出生率的降低是更为基础的问题，最后一句又具体提到了退休金系统受到挑战的原因：出生率以及永久性移民率，由此可推断降低出生率应是退休金系统需要解决的最重要的因素，故应选A。


  15. B 推断题。本题可从选项入手，A（人口金字塔的消亡实际上会给退休金系统带来好处）与第四段中间部分提到的“人口金字塔正走向死亡，这对退休金系统是一个巨大的挑战”正好相反，故排除；第四段最后一句提到：人口给退休金系统带来的严峻挑战是出生率以及永久性移民率，由此可知B正确；C（英国正面临人口出生率迅速下降的问题）与最后一段提到英国人口有可能会稍有增加或维持现状相矛盾，故排除；D（人口稳定性带来的环境利益要以退休金系统的可持续性为基础）与文章最后一句“退休金系统的可持续性不需要付出环境可持续性发展的代价”不符，故D可排除。

  这个月早些时候有消息表明，美国在线服务公司（AOL）公开发布使用者的搜索数据，导致数千名用户的身份和一些骇人听闻的兴趣被公之于众，事实上，对于那些对别人隐私感兴趣的人来说，这确实是个好消息。


  当美国在线服务公司为此而感到尴尬——更不用提那些搜索约会、色情和治疗各种隐私性疾病的用户了——这个事件最终以一种令人难忘的方式证明了隐私保护倡导者长期以来一直都知道的事情：“匿名”数据不一定就安全。


  和往常这种情况一样，美国在线服务公司的搜索数据崩溃之路都被铺上了良好的意愿。作为一项为学术研究者的工作提供更快、更准确的搜索法则的服务，美国在线服务公司自己的研究者对三个月期间大约两千万个搜索进行了快速查看。


  接着美国在线服务公司的搜索专家去掉了用户的账户信息，把明显的标识符，如用户名和IP地址，替换为随机编码保护使用者的身份。一旦匿名了，数据文件就被公布在网站上推动计算机搜索活动。


  这正应验了那句古老的格言：好心不得好报。许多开始查看文件内容的研究者很快意识到，尽管一些明显的身份识别信息被去掉了，匿名的数据仍然是一个存储着美国在线服务公司用户个人信息的无主的宝藏。


  在这个可能是最惊人、最详细的例子中，《纽约时报》的记者看到了“用户4417749”的搜索序列。即使这个人的身份已经被简化到只剩下一个随机的编号，这些记者还是能够检查到4417749的搜索，而且很容易确定她就是住在美国佐治亚州里波恩的62岁寡妇Thelma Arnold。


  美国在线服务公司当局发现这一事实后，马上从网站上将数据删除，同时进行深刻的道歉。当然，互联网本身的特点就是，在撤除前的几分钟里，几十个其他网站已经复制了这份文件以供下载。


  据透露，美国在线服务公司为此已经解雇了三名雇员，包括它的首席技术官。电子前沿基金会正请求联邦贸易委员会（FTC）调查650,000名用户搜索数据泄漏的问题。目前面临联邦贸易委员会调查的美国在线服务公司，无疑会受到州总检察长的质询，也很有可能遭受律师们的集体诉讼。


  尽管很不幸那么多美国在线服务公司客户的个人信息被公之于众，但美国在线服务公司搜索数据的公布——事实上我认为是Google搜索数据，假如Google为美国在线搜索服务提供后盾的话——可能充分证明了这是互联网隐私的一个分水岭。

  17. B 推断题。文章第一段提到搜索数据的公布导致了使用者身份和一些骇人听闻的兴趣爱好被公之于众，由此可推断，被暴隐私的人应该非常尴尬，故应选B。该段末句提到这对那些对别人隐私感兴趣的人来说是一个好消息，但并未提到这类人的数量很多，由此可排除D；第二段提到这使得美国在线服务公司非常尴尬，更别提那些被暴隐私的人了，故A（隐私在网络上的暴露是很平常的）不合文意；由第二段最后一句提到的匿名数据不一定就安全可排除C。


  18. C 推断题。本题可从选项入手，A（AOL故意暴露搜索数据）从第二段提到美国在线服务公司对隐私暴露事件感到非常尴尬和第七段提到公司从网站上将数据撤除并公开道歉可知，该公司并非故意揭露隐私，可排除；文章第四段提到该公司把明显的标识符如用户名和IP地址替换为随机编码保护使用者的身份，匿名后公布在网站上，由此可确定答案为C，同时也可排除B（AOL在网站上替换了用户的用户名和IP地址）；D（它的研究人员从一开始就知道个人信息有被曝光的风险）明显与文章含义相悖，可排除。

  The whole of the recorded history of the human race, that tedious documentation of violence, has taught us absolutely nothing. We have still not learnt that violence never solves a problem but makes it more acute. The sheer horror, the bloodshed and the suffering mean nothing. No solution ever comes to light the morning after when we dismally contemplate the smoking ruins and wonder what hit us.


  The truly reasonable men who know where the solutions lie are finding it harder and harder to get a hearing. They are despised, mistrusted and even persecuted by their own kind because they advocate such apparently outrageous things as law enforcement. If half the energy that goes into violent acts were put to good use, if our efforts were directed at cleaning up the slums and ghettos, at improving living-standards and providing education and employment for all, we would have gone a long way to arriving at a solution. Our strength is sapped by having to mop up the mess that violence leaves in its wake. In a well-directed effort, it would not be impossible to fulfill the ideals of a stable social programme. The benefits that can be derived from constructive solutions are everywhere apparent in the world around us. Genuine and lasting solutions are always possible, providing we work within the framework of the law.


  Before we can even begin to contemplate peaceful co-existence between the races, we must appreciate each other's problems. And to do this, we must learn about them: it is a simple exercise in communication, in exchanging information. “Talk, talk, talk,”the advocates of violence say, “all you ever do is talk, and we are none the wiser.” It's rather like the story of the famous barrister who painstakingly explained his case to the judge. After listening to a lengthy argument the judge complained that after all this talk, he was none the wiser. “Possible, my lord,” the barrister replied, “none the wiser, but surely far better informed.” Knowledge is the necessary prerequisite to wisdom: the knowledge that violence creates the evils it pretends to solve.

  The modern cult of beauty is a success in so far as more women retain their youthful appearance to a greater age than in the past. “Old ladies” are already becoming rare. In a few years, we may well believe, they will be extinct. White hair and wrinkles, a bent back and hollow cheeks will come to be regarded as medievally old fashioned. The crone of the future will be golden, curly and cherry lipped, and slender. This desirable consummation will be due in part to skin foods and injections of paraffin wax, facial surgery, mud baths, and paint, in part to improved health, due in its turn to a more rational mode of life. Ugliness is one of the symptoms of disease, beauty of health. In so far as the campaign for beauty is also a campaign for more health, it is admirable and, up to a point, genuinely successful.


  Beauty that is merely the artificial shadow of these symptoms of health is intrinsically of poorer quality than the genuine article. Still, it is a sufficiently good imitation to be sometimes mistakable for the real thing. The apparatus for mimicking the symptoms of health is now within the reach of every moderately prosperous person; the knowledge of the way in which real health can be achieved is growing, and will in time, no doubt, be universally acted upon. When that happy moment comes, will every woman be beautiful, as beautiful, at any rate, as the natural shape of her features, with or without surgical and chemical aid, permits? The answer is emphatically: no. For real beauty is as much an affair of the inner as of the outer self. The beauty of a porcelain jar is a matter of shape, of colour, of surface texture. The jar may be empty or tenanted by spiders, full of honey or stinking slime—it makes no difference to its beauty or ugliness. But a woman is alive, and her beauty is therefore not skin deep. The surface of the human vessel is affected by the nature of its spiritual contents. I have seen women who, by the standards of a connoisseur of porcelain, were ravishingly lovely. Their shape, their colour, their surface texture were perfect. And yet they were not beautiful. For the lovely vase was either empty or filled with some corruption. Spiritual emptiness or ugliness shows through. And conversely, there is an interior light that can transfigure forms that the pure aesthetician would regard as imperfect or downright ugly.


  There are numerous forms of psychological ugliness. There is an ugliness of stupidity, for example, of unawareness （distressingly common among pretty women）. An ugliness also of greed, of lasciviousness, of avarice. All the deadly sins, indeed, have their own peculiar negation of beauty. On the pretty faces of those especially who are trying to have a continuous “good time”, one sees very often a kind of bored sullenness that ruins all their charm. I remember in particular two young American girls I once met in North Africa. From the porcelain specialist's point of view, they were extremely beautiful. But a sullen boredom was so deeply stamped into their fresh faces, their gait and gestures expressed so weary a listlessness that it was unbearable to look at them. These exquisite creatures were positively repulsive.

  Pop stars today enjoy a style of living which was once the prerogative only of Royalty. Wherever they go, people turn out in their thousands to greet them. The crowds go wild trying to catch a brief glimpse of their smiling, colorfully dressed idols. The stars are transported in their chauffeur driven Rolls-Royces, private helicopters or executive aeroplanes. They are surrounded by a permanent entourage of managers, press agents and bodyguards. Photographs of them appear regularly in the press and all their comings and goings are reported, for, like Royalty, pop stars are news. If they enjoy many of the privileges of Royalty, they certainly share many of the inconveniences as well. It is dangerous for them to make unscheduled appearances in public. They must be constantly shielded from the adoring crowds which idolize them. They are no longer private individuals, but public property. The financial rewards they receive for this sacrifice cannot be calculated, for their rates of pay are astronomical.


  And why not? Society has always rewarded its top entertainers lavishly. The great days of Hollywood have become legendary: famous stars enjoyed fame, wealth and adulation on an unprecedented scale. By today's standards, the excesses of Hollywood do not seem quite so spectacular. A single gramophone record nowadays may earn much more in royalties than the films of the past ever did. The competition for the title “Top of the Pops”is fierce, but the rewards are truly colossal.


  It is only right that the stars should be paid in this way. Don't the top men in industry earn enormous salaries for the services they perform to their companies and their countries? Pop stars earn vast sums in foreign currency—often more than large industrial concerns—and the taxman can only be grateful for their massive annual contributions to the exchequer. So who would begrudge them their rewards?


  It's all very well for people in humdrum jobs to moan about the successes and rewards of others. People who make envious remarks should remember that the most famous stars represent only the tip of the iceberg. For every famous star, there are hundreds of others struggling to earn a living. A man working in a steady job and looking forward to a pension at the end of it has no right to expect very high rewards. He has chosen security and peace of mind, so there will always be a limit to what he can earn. But a man who attempts to become a star is taking enormous risks. He knows at the outset that only a handful of competitors ever get to the very top. He knows that years of concentrated effort may be rewarded with complete failure. But he knows, too, that the rewards for success are very high indeed: they are the recompense for the huge risks involved and if he achieves them, he has certainly earned them. That's the essence of private enterprise.

  Reverse discrimination, minority recruitment, racial quotas, and, more generally, affirmative action are phrases that carry powerful emotional charges. But why should affirmative action, of all government policies, be so controversial? In a sense, affirmative action is like other governmental programs, e.g., defense, conservation, and public schools. Affirmative action programs are designed to achieve legitimate government objectives such as improved economic efficiency, reduced social tension, and general betterment of the public welfare. While it cannot be denied that there is no guarantee that affirmative action will achieve these results, neither can it be denied that there are plausible, even powerful, sociological and economic arguments pointing to its likely success.


  Government programs, however, entail a cost, that is, the expenditure of social or economic resources. Setting aside cases in which the specific user is charged a fee for service （toll roads and tuition at state institutions）, the burdens and benefits of publicly funded or mandated programs are widely shared. When an individual benefits personally from a government program, it is only because she or he is one member of a larger beneficiary class, e.g., a farmer. And most government revenue is obtained through a scheme of general taxation to which all are subject.


  Affirmative action programs are exceptions to this general rule, though not, as might at first seeing, because the beneficiaries of the programs are specific individuals. It is still the case that those who ultimately benefit from affirmative action do so only by virtue of their status as members of a larger group, a particular minority. Rather, the difference is the location of the burden. In affirmative action, the burden of “funding” the program is not shared universally, and that is inherent in the nature of the case, as can be seen clearly in the case of affirmative action in employment. Often job promotions are allocated along a single dimension, seniority; and when an employer promotes a less senior worker from a minority group, the person disadvantaged by the move is easily identified: the worker with greatest seniority on a combined minority-nonminority list passed over for promotion.


  Now we are confronted with two competing moral sentiments. On the one hand, there is the idea that those who have been unfairly disadvantaged by past discriminatory practices are entitled to some kind of assistance. On the other, there is the feeling that no person ought to be deprived of what is rightfully his or hers, even for the worthwhile service of fellow humans. In this respect, disability due to past racial discrimination, at least insofar as there is no connection to the passed over worker, is like a natural evil. When a villainous man willfully and without provocation strikes and injures another, there is not only the feeling that the injured person ought to be compensated but there is consensus that the appropriate party to bear the cost is the one who inflicted the injury. Yet, if the same innocent man stumbled and injured himself, it would be surprising to hear someone argue that the villainous man ought to be taxed for the injury simply because he might have tripped the victim had he been given the opportunity. There may very well be agreement that he should be aided in his recovery with money and personal assistance, and many will give willingly; but there is also agreement that no one individual ought to be singled out and forced to do what must ultimately be considered an act of charity.

  真正了解问题解决方法的理智的人们发现，想要别人听取他们的意见变得越来越困难。由于提倡诸如法律强制等显然令人不能容忍的事情，他们遭到了同类人的轻视、猜疑甚至是迫害。如果把进行暴力行为的一半精力用于好的方面，如果我们把自己的努力用于消除贫民区和少数民族聚居区，用于提高生活水平和为所有人提供教育和工作机会，那么我们就会成功地找到解决方案。我们的力量不得不耗在清理暴力留下的混乱局面上。如果我们朝着既定的方向努力，那么建设稳定社会的理想就不会是空中楼阁。从建设性解决方案中得到的好处是显而易见的。倘若我们在法律框架下进行工作，那真正而持久的解决方案就总是可能存在的。


  在我们可以预期各个种族和平共处之前，我们必须学会体谅彼此的问题。为了达到这个目的，我们必须了解他们：这是一个进行交流和交换信息的简单练习。“说，说，说”，暴力宣扬者说，“你们向来做的就只是说话，而我们依旧不明白。”这很像一个向法官努力解释案情的著名律师的故事。在听完律师的长篇辩护之后，法官抱怨说他仍然一无所知。律师回答说：“大人，您可能仍旧不明白，但肯定已经了解了很多。”知识是拥有智慧的必要条件：认识到是暴力导致了其佯称要解决的邪恶。


  1. B 主旨题。文章一开始就提出有些国家种族偏见严重，主要靠暴力来解决分歧；第三段提出真正的解决方案是法治；第四段进一步说明“交流、对话”是了解双方问题的前提。综合推断可知，B正确。A（鼓吹暴力）、C（双方重要人物都把暴力作为合法的解决方案）和D（人类本性嗜暴）都不是文章的主题。


  2. B 细节题。题目问记录下来的历史教给我们什么。题干关键词recorded history出现在第二段。第二段中明确提出整个人类有记录的历史中冗长的暴力记录没有教给我们任何东西。A（暴力解决不了任何事情）、C（流血没有任何意义）和D（一切）都与题目不符。


  3. D 推断题。题干关键词truly reasonable men出现在第三段。第三段指出，真正有理智的人提倡法治，却遭到同类的轻视、不信任和迫害，他们发现要人倾听自己的意见越来越困难，由此推断，D正确。而A（人们不听）、B（遭人轻视）和C（遭人迫害）都包含在D之内。


  4. C 语义题。none the wiser的字面意思是“一点也不比以前聪明”。从文章的含义上看，原文中作者举了一个例子来说明交流和交换信息的重要性——法官听完律师的长篇辩护之后，抱怨____。律师回答“你可能仍旧不明白，但肯定已经了解了很多”。结合选项，C（他仍然一无所知）刚好与其一致。A（在倾听别人上他一点也不聪明）、B（他和以前一个样）和D（他听不懂论点）都没能解释出其真正含义。


  5. A 推断题。第三段中提到他们遭到迫害是因为他们提倡法制这种显然令人无法容忍的事，第三段最后一句说如果我们在法律的构架中进行工作，真正的持久的解决总能实现，再结合作者在文章中的其他表述可知，法治才是解决种族偏见的最佳途径，故选A。


  Passage 2


  现代对美的崇拜目前已经大获成功，越来越多的女人将青春的容颜保留到了比从前更老的年龄。“老女人”正变得越来越稀有。在区区数年中，我们有理由相信，她们会绝迹。白发和皱纹，弓着的背和凹陷的脸颊都将被看成是中世纪才有的旧时尚。未来的年长女性将会拥有金色的卷发，樱桃似的红唇，还有苗条的身材。在当前这个向更为合理的生活模式转变的时期，成就这种令人愉悦的变化除了通过改良健康状况外，还将借助皮肤保养品和固体石蜡注射、面部整容、泥疗浴以及彩妆来实现。丑陋是疾病的症状之一，而美丽则是健康的一种表现。目前针对美丽的战役同样也是为了更加健康。这场战役值得赞美，而且从一定程度上说，它的确是成功的。


  美丽，如果仅仅是人为的健康影像，则质量上就要比实实在在的健康逊色多了。尽管如此，即便是有时将仿照的东西造得以假乱真，它也仍然是个十足的仿制品。现在，模拟健康状态的装备是每个中等富裕的人都可以得到的；有关达到真正的健康状态的知识也在增多，而且在将来无疑会被广泛地运用。当那个快乐时刻到来的时候，是不是每个女人都一定能保持住她天然的容貌，不论有没有得到外科手术或化学治疗的帮助？答案将是斩钉截铁的：不是。因为真正的美丽不光是外在的问题，还牵涉到了内心世界。一个瓷罐的美仅仅包括形状、颜色以及表面纹理。这个罐子可以是空的，可以是一群蜘蛛的住所，也可能放满了蜂蜜或发臭的黏液，不过这对于它美丽与否没有丝毫影响。然而女人是有生命的，因此她的美丽并不仅仅在于表面。人的外表会受到其精神内涵的影响。我就曾经见过这样的女人，按照瓷器鉴赏家的标准，她们可以说是出奇美丽。她们的身材、肤色、五官都完美无缺。可是她们却并不美丽。因为这些可爱的花瓶要么是空的，要么盛满了腐化的东西。精神上的空虚或丑陋是可以表现出来的。相反，存在这样一种内在之光，它可以将被纯粹的审美学家认为是不完美或是全然丑陋的形式加以美化。


  心理上的丑陋有数不清的形式。比如说有愚蠢的丑陋，有无知的丑陋（可悲的是这在漂亮女人身上很是常见）。有贪婪的丑陋，淫荡的丑陋，贪心的丑陋。所有这些致命的罪恶都以它们自身特殊的方式否定了美丽。在那些美丽的脸上，尤其是那些试图享受持续的“欢乐时光”的脸庞，人们常常可以看到某种将她们全部魅力破坏无余的无趣的沉闷。我尤其记得曾经在北非遇见的两个年轻美国女孩。按照一个瓷器鉴赏家的眼光，她们都美丽无比。然而一种阴沉的厌倦深深地植入了她们鲜艳的脸庞，她们的步法和姿态是如此的疲惫和漠然，令人不忍目睹。这些精致的生物肯定是令人敬而远之的。


  6. A 细节题。题干关键词skin foods、paraffin wax等出现在第一段。第一段提到，白发、皱纹、驼背和凹陷的脸颊已经成了往事，因为有保养品、整容手术、化妆等手段的帮助，选项A（皱纹和凹陷的脸颊将不存在）与文意相符。


  7. C 推断题。第二段前两句提到，虽然表面的美丽并不能完全代表内在的健康，但它仍是一个十足的仿制品，故选C。


  8. D 推断题。题干关键词porcelain jar出现在第二段。第二段用瓷器作例子，表明真正的美是内外兼修的，瓷器的外观和内在是完全分离的，无法构成完整的美，由此排除C，故选D。这段并非强调外在的重要性，所以排除A；B也是避重就轻，可排除。


  9. A 推断题。由题干关键词American girls定位到最后一段。该段首句便指出，心灵的丑陋有很多种，比如说有愚蠢的丑陋、无知的丑陋、贪婪的丑陋、淫荡的丑陋、贪心的丑陋等。之后提到的两个美国女孩，作者用阴沉的厌倦形容她们鲜艳的脸庞，用疲惫和漠然形容她们的步法和姿态。也就是说她们徒有其表，却没有意识到自己精神及姿态上的不美，由此可知女孩的丑陋属于无知型，选A。


  10. C 主旨题。综观全文，作者抨击了美容产业的虚假繁荣，以瓷器为例强调了身为一个活生生的人心灵美的重要性，最后更陈词道，心灵的丑陋可以毁掉最美丽的人，由此可见作者是在强调内在品质的重要性，故选C。


  Passage 3


  现今的当红明星享受着曾经只有皇室才能享受的特权生活方式。无论他们走到哪里，都会碰到数以千计的人们向他们问好。人群变得疯狂起来，试图一睹他们笑容满面、衣着光鲜的偶像的尊容。明星们的交通工具是由专用司机驾驶的劳斯莱斯轿车、私人直升机或商务机。他们总是被一批由经纪人、新闻发言人和保镖组成的随从围绕着。他们的照片定期出现在各大报刊杂志上，他们所有的来去行踪都会被报道。就像皇室成员一样，当红明星本身就是新闻。如果他们享有许多皇室特权，那么他们也必定有许多不便之处。对明星来说，在公众场合随意出现十分危险。他们必须始终与崇拜他们的人保持一定的距离。他们不再是具有隐私的个体，而是公众人物。他们为这种牺牲而获得的金钱报酬是无法估量的，因为他们的薪酬是天文数字。


  为什么不呢？社会总是给予当红明星以丰厚的报酬。好莱坞的繁盛时光已经变成一种传奇：著名的演员享受着空前的名望、财富和奉承。依照现在的标准，好莱坞的风光似乎没那么吸引人了。现在一张唱片所获得的版税可能会超过以前电影的版税收入。想要获得进入“流行音乐排行榜”的资格竞争非常激烈，然而其回报确实大得惊人。


  明星以这种方式得到报酬才是惟一正确的方式。难道工业界领袖没有因对自己的公司和国家作出贡献而获得高额收入吗？当红明星还能赚取大把的外汇，有时甚至比大型工业所赚取的外汇还要多，而税务员只能向他们每年为国家财政作出的巨大贡献表示感激。那么，谁会嫉妒他们所得到的报酬呢？


  工作乏味的人抱怨别人的成功及收获是一件很正常的事情。那些口出妒言的人应该知道，那些最著名的明星仅仅代表了冰山一角。每一个明星背后，都有成百上千个想成为明星的人在努力奋斗。一个工作稳定、期望退休后有养老金的人没有权力要求非常高的报酬。他已经选择了稳定以及内心的平静，所以他的收入也必然受到一定的限制。但一个想成为明星的人却承受着巨大的风险。他从最开始就知道，在所有想成为明星的人中，只有极少一部分人能走红；他知道多年的努力可能以完全失败而告终。但是他也知道，成功后的报酬确实非常高：那是对巨大风险的报酬，一旦成功，他当然就能获得这些报酬。这就是私人事业的本质所在。


  11. B 推断题。题目问Pop stars today enjoy a style of living which was once the prerogative only of Royalty这句话的含义。文章第一段具体解释了明星们享受着怎样的皇族般的生活：无论走到哪里，都受到成千上万人的欢迎；乘着名牌汽车、私人直升机到处走；身边永远围着一批经纪人、新闻发言人和保镖随从；像贵族一样是新闻人物。选项B（他们享受的一切以前仅属于贵族）与文意相符。其他三项只是原句的一个例证，并没有全面表述出题干中句子的含义。


  12. A 态度题。第一段最后一句说他们因自己的牺牲而获取的报酬难以计算，支付率也很惊人；第三段明确指出：明星以这种方式得到报酬是惟一正确的方式；最后一段进一步说明：欲成为明星的人冒着很大的风险，但成功的报酬确实很高，这是对他们高风险的补偿。这些表述都表明作者赞成巨额报酬。


  13. A 推断题。第二段最后一句明确指出：获取进入“流行歌曲排行榜”的资格竞争激烈，但其报酬确实惊人；最后一段第二句表明：最有名的明星代表的只是冰山之巅，每个成名的明星身后都有成百上千个想成为明星的人在为生存而奋斗。这些都说明的是竞争激烈，即选项A所表达的内容。


  14. C 推断题。文章提到明星纳税金额很高，即对国家作出了贡献，由此可推断A、B不正确；文章中没有说明明星应不应享受皇族的生活，排除D；文中提到包括明星和企业领袖在内的成功人士只是众多竞争者中成功的代表，故C正确。


  15. D 推断题。文章最后一段提到，想要成为明星的人承受着巨大的风险：他需知道只有极少一部分人能走红；他的多年努力很可能以失败告终。但他也知道成功后的报酬确实很高，这是对其高度奉献的回报。结合选项，只有选项D正确。


  Passage 4


  “反向歧视”、“招募少数民族”、“种族限额”以及更为普遍的“平权法案”都是带有强烈感情色彩的短语。但是，为什么在所有的政府政策中，平权法案如此具有争议性？从某种意义上来讲，平权法案如同其他政府纲领如国防、环境保护以及公共学校一样。平权法案计划的制定是为了达到合法的政府目标，诸如提高经济效益、降低社会压力以及改善公共福利。虽然不可否认平权法案不一定能够获得这些结果，但我们也不能否认其中包含很多有希望成功的合理而强大的社会及经济论点。


  但是，政府项目包括对社会或经济资源的花费，除了向具体的使用者收取服务费用（道路使用费及大学学费），人人都要承担公众拨款及公众委托项目所产生的负担并享有其带来的利益。当某个个体从政府项目中获益时，这仅仅是因为他或她是更大的受益团体中的一员，比如说农民。大多数的政府收入是通过常规税收计划获得的，而所有人都要交税。


  对于这项原则，平权法案却是个例外，尽管一开始可能并非这么认为。因为平权法案的受益者都是具体的个人。仍然还有一些最终可从平权法案中获益的人，他们这么做是由于他们作为更大的团体（即特定的少数民族）中的一员所处的地位。更确切地说，这种区别主要在于负担所处的位置不同。在平权法案中，项目“基金”并非是由所有人承担的，正如在就业问题上所采取的平权法案一样，这是这种情况本身所固有的特性。通常，职位提升只是依照一个因素来进行的，即资历。当一个雇主从一个少数人群中提拔一个资格不算老的工人时，从这种调动中很容易就能发现利益受损的人：在少数及非少数人群名单中资格最老的工人往往不会考虑被提升。


  现在，我们遇到了两种具有对抗性的道德观。一方面，有一种观念认为，那些由于过去的歧视而处于不公平地位的人有权利获得某种帮助。另一方面，有一种想法认为没有人应该被剥夺任何属于他或她的合法权利，即使是为了向人民提供重要的服务。在这一点上，过去的种族歧视，至少从目前来讲与不被考虑提升的工人没什么联系，但是它所引起的能力缺乏就像是一种天生的罪恶。当一个恶棍故意并且毫无缘故地攻击并伤害了另一个人时，不仅受伤的人应该受到赔偿，人们还普遍认为应该是造成伤害的人承担费用。然而，如果同一个无辜的人自己绊倒并受了伤，如果有人争论说恶棍应被罚款，仅仅是因为如果有机会的话，他可能已经绊倒了受害者，就十分令人惊讶。也许大家都一致同意，受害者在恢复过程中应该得到物质上的以及个人的帮助，并且很多人都愿意提供这种帮助。但是，人们也都一致认为没有人应该被挑出来并被强迫做那些最终必定被认为是慈善行为的事情。


  16. C 主旨题。第一段指出：平权法案就像其他政府计划一样，是用来实现合法的政府目标的；随后几段文章对此作了解释；最后一段指出：我们现在面临两个道德观的竞争，并解释了这两个道德观。由此可知，本文主要是在分析说明平权法案的道德基础，故选C。


  17. A 细节题。文章第二段主要想表明政府项目的花费是共同承担的，也是公众共同受益的。但此处列举向具体的使用者收取服务费用（道路使用费及大学学费）是为了将这种特殊情况排除在外，因为前文用了setting aside cases...而之所以将其排除就是因为作者预期会有人用这样的例子来反驳他的观点，故选A。


  18. D 细节题。funding意为“财政支持，资金”。第三段中间部分对此做了说明，指出：项目“基金”的负担不是普遍分享的，并以就业为例对其进行说明。由此可知，作者把funding加引号是为了提醒读者平权法案的成本不仅仅是货币的支出，还有其他内容，故选D。


  19. D 推断题。文章最后一段中间部分指出：当一名恶棍蓄意且毫无缘故地打伤另一人时，人们认为受伤者应得到补偿，而且给补偿的应是造成伤害的人；如果受伤者是自伤，人们也会争论说那名恶棍应被罚款，仅仅因为如果有机会，他可能会绊倒受害者。由此可知：作者提到恶棍是在打比方，用以类推前文所讲的道理，故选D。


  20. C 细节题。文章第三段第三句说affirmative action programs的区别在于负担所处位置不同，C刚好与此相符。

  The tourist trade is booming. With all this coming and going, you'd expect greater understanding to develop between the nations of the world. Not a bit of it! Superb systems of communication by air, sea and land make it possible for us to visit each other's countries at a moderate cost. What was once the “grand tour”, reserved for only the very rich, is now within everybody's grasp. The package tour and chartered flights are not to be sneered at. Modern travelers enjoy a level of comfort which the lords and ladies on grand tours in the old days couldn't have dreamed of. But what's the sense of this mass exchange of populations if the nations of the world remain basically ignorant of each other?


  Many tourist organizations are directly responsible for this state of affairs. They deliberately set out to protect their clients from too much contact with the local population. The modern tourist leads a cosseted, sheltered life. He lives at international hotels, where he eats his international food and sips his international drink while he gazes at the natives from a distance. Conducted tours to places of interest are carefully censored. The tourist is allowed to see only what the organizers want him to see and no more. A strict schedule makes it impossible for the tourist to wander off on his own; and anyway, language is always a barrier, so he is only too happy to be protected in this way. At its very worst, this leads to a new and hideous kind of colonization. The summer quarters of the inhabitants of the Cite Universitaire are temporarily reestablished on the island of Corfu. Blackpool is recreated at Torremolinos where the traveler goes not to eat paella, but fish and chips.


  The sad thing about this situation is that it leads to the persistence of national stereotypes. We don't see the people of other nations as they really are, but as we have been brought up to believe they are. You can test this for yourself. Take five nationalities, say, French, German, English, American and Italian. Now in your mind, match them with these five adjectives: musical, amorous, cold, pedantic and naive. Far from providing us with any insight into the national characteristics of the peoples just mentioned, these adjectives actually act as barriers. So when you set out on your travels, the only characteristics you notice are those which confirm your preconceptions. You come away with the highly unoriginal and inaccurate impression that, say, “Anglo-Saxons are hypocrites” or that “Latin peoples shout a lot”. You only have to make a few foreign friends to understand how absurd and harmful national stereotypes are. But how can you make foreign friends when the tourist trade does its best to prevent you?


  Carried to an extreme, stereotypes can be positively dangerous. Wild generalizations stir up racial hatred and blind us to the basic fact—how trite it sounds—that all people are human. We are all similar to each other and at the same time all unique.

  Justice and injustice in criminal adjudication are more than abstract concepts; in modern America each term conjures up its own paradigm image. Justice occurs in a somber courtroom where a robed reaches a legal decision. Injustice is a bloodthirsty mob bearing lit torches, intimidating on the doors of the jail desperate to wreak revenge upon the suspected wrongdoer held within.


  This image of injustice provides many normative insights. One that courts have frequently drawn is that in criminal adjudication emotion is unalterably opposed to reason and thus to justice itself. Taking this principle a step farther, courts have urged that the more a legal issue might provoke popular rage, the harder courts must work to insulate the legal decision from emotive influence. The classic example is capital sentencing, an occasion which evokes strong emotions. Here the Supreme Court has worked to ensure that “any decision to impose the death sentence be, and appear to be, based on reason rather than caprice or emotion.” The Court has, over a period of years, undertaken an extensive regulatory project aimed at suppressing emotive influence in capital cases by mandating rationalistic rules to guide sentencing. This insistence upon the injustice of all emotion stems from a misconception of emotion and its influence upon criminal punishment. Although the mob at jail scene illustrates that anger can lead to injustice, it does not support the proposition that all decisions influenced by anger are morally tainted. Anger can be justified and moral decision making is complex; untangling it involves a close examination of emotion than the law has generally undertaken.


  This has obvious significance for criminal law as a form of social concord. But it is also important for its alleged role as a restraint on power. Criminal law does little or nothing to restrict the efforts of the various professionals now responsible for preventing and reshaping deviant behavior. Rather it is them who have colonized its territory, as in the welfare of the professional authority that legitimates them and because they enter into the enabling role of the state as dispenser of benefits. This is to say nothing of other forms of market and bureaucratic power and social control are exercised by groups other than government. Under these conditions the alleged protections of the criminal law seem premised on a nineteenth century view of the state and society; those interested in the law in the twentieth century must look to the potential of administrative law rather than to criminal law. Either way critical writers would be wasting their time here.


  Whilst there is a lot of truth in this picture of the declining importance of criminal law, it is sensible not to exaggerate its loss of functions. From a critical point of view it would seem to retain a crucial ideological significance as being the form of closest touch with public. It is hard to credit the idea that these central liberal/bourgeois notions have been displaced by the newer disciplines and strategies.

  Do people who choose to go on exotic, long-distant holidays deserve free health advice before they travel? And even if they pay, who ensures that they get good, up-to-date information? Who, for that matter, should collect that information in the first place? For a variety of reasons, travel medicine in Britain is a responsibility nobody wants. As a result, many travelers go abroad ill-prepared to avoid serious disease.


  Why is travel medicine so unloved? Partly there's an identity problem. Because it takes an interest in anything that impinges on the health of travelers, this emerging medical specialism invariably cuts across the traditional disciplines. It delves into everything from seasickness, jet lag and the hazards of camels to malaria and plague. But travel medicine has a more serious obstacle to overcome. Travel clinics are meant to tell people how to avoid ending up dead or in a tropical diseases hospital when they come home. But it is notoriously difficult to get anybody to pay out money for keeping people healthy.


  Travel medicine has also been colonized by commercial interests—the vast majority of travel clinics in Britain are run by airlines or travel companies. And while travel concerns are happy to sell profitable injections, they may be less keen to spread bad news about travelers' diarrhea in Turkey, or to take the time to spell out preventive measures travelers could take. “The NHS finds it difficult to define travelers' health,” says Ron Behrens, the only NHS consultant in travel and tropical medicine and director of the travel clinic of the Hospital for Tropical Diseases in London. “Should it come within the NHS or should it be paid for? It's a gray area, and opinion is split. No one seems to have any responsibility for defining its role,” he says.


  To compound its low status in the medical hierarchy, travel medicine has to rely on statistics that are patchy at best. In most cases we just don't know how many Britons contract diseases when abroad. And even if a disease is linked to travel there is rarely any information about where those afflicted went, what they ate, how they behaved, or which vaccinations they had. This shortage of hard facts and figures makes it difficult to give detailed advice to people, information that might even save their lives.


  A recent leader in the British Medical Journal argued: “Travel medicine will emerge as a credible discipline only if the risks encountered by travelers and the relative benefits of public health interventions are well defined in terms of their relative occurrence, distribution and control.” Exactly how much money is wasted by poor travel advice? The real figure is anybody's guess, but it could easily run into millions. Behrens gives one example. Britain spends more than 1 million each year just on cholera vaccines that often don't work and so give people a false sense of security: “Information on the prevention and treatment of all forms of diarrhea would be a better priority”, he says.

  The Australian Federal Government is reported to be spending over $100M on a package aimed at families. $93M of that amount will be to fund a free software program that will filter computer usage by minors once it is installed and regulated by parents. The software is designed to deny access by children to known unhealthy websites and other pages containing explicit material. It will also have the options whereby content of chat can be monitored with bans on personal information being given out such as real names, addresses and phone numbers.


  The software is already available from www.iia.net.au, the website of the Internet Industry Association, but it has to be purchased. The Federal Government will offer the software, either downloaded from a central website or ISP sites, or by CD-ROM, free of charge. It will reportedly be available next year. Reports are that the software is the most advanced in the world to date.


  However, is this the answer? How far can the Government go to protect children and families? Isn't it time families learned how to look out for themselves as they once did without having to be told to do it? Where did all the adults go who used to look out for their families, who took great pride in doing so, and abhorred the interference of Governments and other bodies in their affairs? They grew into grandparents who now watch with astonishment as the children they raised allow others to run their lives, and their children's lives. Pride in doing it yourself for your family went out the door with family values; they don't seem to exist in many homes anymore, or am I just being one-eyed here?


  I applaud the Australian Government for setting up websites where parents and children can read about dangers on the Internet, where they can find help and people to talk to online. However, it's all a bit late. The gate opened quite a while ago and the horse has bolted. There is no containing the rate of growth of the Internet, it is a powerful influence in most of our lives now and will continue to be so. The pure fact of it's anonymity, the fact that it's interactive, will make it grow from strength to strength from now until forever or until they find a replacement for it. The amount of knowledge one can find on the Internet is awe-inspiring. No matter what you may wish to find an answer for, you will find a multitude of answers on the Internet. The hard part is choosing which answer you wish to believe or put your faith in.


  That's the good side of the Internet. The bad side you can read about every day by just surfing the Internet and reading the many articles that are there from many different sources. However, how many parents have the time to spend reading articles online? How many of them even know how to find these articles? I am constantly astounded at the questions I am asked in AllExperts.   全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  旅游业正在蒸蒸日上。在这种往来中，你会期待国家之间更好地相互理解。事实并非如此！天空、海面以及陆地上一流的交通设施使得我们花费适量的金钱即可参观彼此的国家。过去只有富人才能享受的“豪华旅行”，在今天任何人都能实现。由旅行社代办的旅游以及包机航班不再被嘲笑。现代旅行者所享受的舒适是过去豪华旅行中的绅士、贵妇做梦都想不到的。然而，如果世界上的国家仍对彼此一无所知，那么这样的旅行还有什么意义呢？


  很多旅游组织机构都应对此负直接责任。他们故意使自己的客户尽量少和当地人接触，让他们过着一种关怀备至又与世隔绝的生活。他们住在国际酒店，享受着国际化的饮食，品尝着国际化的酒，但只能从远处观察当地人，参观名胜古迹的行程都会由旅行社事先精心安排妥当。旅行者只被允许参观组织者想让他参观的地方，除此之外便什么都没有了。严格的时间表不可能让旅行者有机会闲逛；并且无论如何，语言始终是个障碍。因此，在某种程度上，他们又不得不接受这样的保护。最糟的是，这导致了一种可怕的新殖民主义。在夏季，巴黎大学城的居民会暂时居住在希腊科夫岛。布莱克浦（英国著名海滨旅游城市）在西班牙的托雷莫利诺斯得以重现，旅行者到那里不吃西班牙什锦饭，而是吃鱼和薯条。


  让人郁闷的是，这种情况导致了国家形象的模式化。我们没有亲眼见过其他国家的人，但是我们从小就被告知他们就是这样的人。你可以考考自己，举五个民族为例，法国人、德国人、英国人、美国人、意大利人。现在，在你心中，把他们和这样五个形容词匹配起来：有音乐天赋的、多情的、冷酷的、学究式的、天真率直的。对于刚刚提到过的那些民族，这些形容词远没有提供给我们任何有关民族特性的见地，实际上，这些形容词成为了障碍。因此，当你旅行的时候，你所注意的惟一特性就是那些可以证实你先入之见的。你带着陈旧而不准确的印象诸如“盎格鲁-撒克逊人都是伪君子”或是“拉丁人喜欢高声喊叫”而离开某地。你只需交几个外国朋友就会明白对于一个国家的模式化认识是多么的荒唐和有害。但是当旅行社尽力阻止你那么做时，你又怎么能交上外国朋友呢？


  极端一点说，模式化绝对危险。盲目的概括会激起民族仇恨，并使我们无视一个事实——这听起来很平淡无奇——我们都是人类。我们彼此之间有相似点，同时，我们每个人又都是独一无二的。


  1. C 态度题。综观全文，第一段结尾通过疑问句表明在各国人对彼此还一无所知的情况下，大规模的旅游没有任何意义；第三段开头感叹旅游导致对其他民族模式化理解的可悲。由此可以推断作者持有的应是批判的语气。


  2. A 推断题。由题干定位第二段，首句提到很多旅游组织机构都应对这类事情负直接责任，结合上段末提到的各国人对彼此还一无所知和第二句提到这些旅游机构故意使客户和当地人尽少接触，由此可推知作者认为这些旅游机构应该为阻碍各国的真正交流而受到谴责，选项中A正确。其余三项中B（旅游者对旅游组织者为他所做的一切感到满意）与该段中列举旅游组织者的武断安排不相符，故排除；C（旅游组织者把日程安排得很紧是为了让游客能参观更多的地方），该段提到严格的时间表使旅行者没有机会闲逛，可见组织者的目的并非为游客着想，故排除；D（布莱克浦在托雷莫利诺斯得以重建），该段最后一句说的是游客在西班牙的托雷莫利诺斯吃的竟是英国布莱克浦的食品，主要说明新殖民主义的表现，而非在那里重建布莱克浦，故同样排除。


  3. B 语义题。shout a lot出现在文中第三段，文中提到你带着陈旧而不准确的印象如“盎格鲁-撒克逊人都是伪君子”，或是“拉丁人喜欢shout a lot”，从这句话的感情色彩来看，shout a lot应符合“陈旧而不准确的”，并且与“伪君子”的含义并列，是贬义词，结合选项，答案应为B。


  4. B 推断题。文章除第一段外都围绕旅游方式不理想来进行批评；第二段集中说导游观光使旅游者难以和当地人接触；第三段说旅游者见到的仅仅证实了自己的先入之见，根本无法真正了解对方；最后一段直击主题：不要用模式化的眼光看待其他民族的人，所有人彼此相似，又各具特点，要想充分认识这一点就得改变旅游的方式。选项A（随团旅行令人失望）、选项D（民族的模式化需要改变）并不是作者想要批判的重点，选项C刚好与作者观点相反，故选B。


  5. D 细节题。文章第一段指出豪华旅行原来是富人的专利，而现在每个人都能享受（within everybody's grasp），因此选项A（花费高）不对。文中只是提到旅行社会筛选观光景点，但这并不代表旅行社会对观光景点进行调查，B不对。文中并未提到人们是否享受着一流的服务，C也不对，故选D。


  Passage 2


  公正和不公正在刑事判决过程中不只是抽象概念；在现代美国，这两个词各自与一些典型场景相关联。公正发生在由法官作出合法判决的严肃的法庭中；不公正则令人联想到一个残忍的暴徒拿着点燃的火把，在监狱门前不顾一切地对关在里面的嫌犯发泄仇恨。


  这种对不公的联想为我们提供了许多模式化的观念。法庭经常采用的一个观念就是，在审判中，感情不可避免地与理智乃至公正相对抗。进一步说就是，法庭强调以下论述：一个法律问题引发越多的公众愤怒，法庭就越要努力使判决不受感情因素的影响。经典的范例就是死刑判决，这是一种会引起强烈情绪的情况。最高法院的作用就是保证“任何执行死刑的判决都建立或显示出建立在理智而不是任性或感情的基础之上”。最高法院已经进行了长时间的广泛的立法工程，目的在于通过制定理性的规则来指导判决，从而减少感情因素对重要案件的影响。这种认为所有感情都是不公平的观念源于对感情及其对处罚罪犯的影响的误解。虽然监狱暴徒的场景说明愤怒会导致不公，但它并不表示所有受愤怒影响的决定都是道德败坏的。愤怒可以是正当的，而作出道德判定则是复杂的；解决这一复杂问题需要仔细审视感情，而法律通常做不到这一点。


  这对于刑法作为社会和谐的一种形式具有显著的重要性，对于刑法所谓的权力制约角色也很重要。对负责预防和改造不正常行为的各类专业人员来说，刑法并不会限制他们的努力，反倒是他们侵入到刑法的领域，因为专权使他们合法化，因为他们作为利益分配者分享了国家的授权角色。这就是说，除了政府以外，没有其他团体行使其他形式的市场、官僚政治权力和社会控制。在这些情况下，所谓的刑法保护似乎以19世纪的国家和社会观念为前提；那些对20世纪的法律感兴趣的人必须注意到行政法的潜力而不是刑法。无论是哪种情况，评论家都是在这里浪费自己的时间。


  尽管刑法重要性的衰退在很大程度上是事实，但不过分夸大它功能的减少是明智的。从批判的角度来看，作为和公众最接近的形式，刑法似乎保留了意识形态的重要意义。很难相信这些自由主义的或资产阶级的核心观念已经被新的学说和策略所取代了。


  6. B 推断题。文章第二段第二句提到，感情因素不可避免地与理智乃至公正相对抗，由此推断，为了作出公正的判决，进行公正的惩罚，就必须隔绝感情因素，故选B。A为强干扰项，公众对判决的关注虽也属于感情因素，但并非是在审判中隔绝感情因素的最主要原因，故排除A。


  7. B 细节题。原文第二段中提到：这种认为所有感情都是不公平的观念源于对感情及其对处罚罪犯的影响的误解。结合选项可知，正确答案应为B，其中stem from表示“起源”。


  8. D 推断题。原文第二段中提到：虽然愤怒会导致不公，但它并不表示所有受愤怒影响的决定都是道德败坏的，由此可证明A、C是正确的。同时，“愤怒可以是正当的，而作出道德的判定则是复杂的”，因此B正确。D选项混淆了概念，并不是由于愤怒使得道德的判定是复杂的，而是道德判定本身就是复杂的，故D不正确。


  9. A 推断题。文章最后一段首句明确指出，刑法的重要性下降了，故排除B；C、D两项原文并未提及，也应排除。文章倒数第二段最后提到，在20世纪，对法律感兴趣的人必须关注行政法的潜力，而非刑法，由此推断，行政法将受到青睐，故选A。


  10. B 态度题。作者在论述愤怒有可能导致不公正的同时，也指出了愤怒可以是正当的。由此可见作者在全文的论述中保持了一种客观冷静的态度，而A（模棱两可的）、C（偏袒的）和D（批判的）都不符合。


  Passage 3


  选择去国外很远的地方度假的人在旅行前是否应得到免费的健康建议呢？即使他们自己支付费用，谁能保证他们会得到有用的、最新的信息？就此事而言，谁又应该首先搜集这类信息呢？出于各种原因，在英国，旅行医药成了一种没有人愿意担负的责任。结果是，许多出国旅行者对严重疾病的预防都准备不足。


  为什么旅行医药这么不招人喜欢呢？部分原因是身份认同问题。由于旅行医药涉及的是侵害旅行者健康的东西，这种新出现的医药领域无可避免地超出了传统学科的范围。它深入研究一切，从晕船、时差反应、骆驼的危险到疟疾和瘟疫。但是旅行药物有一个更难克服的问题。旅行诊所主要是告诉人们怎样避免死亡或是回国之后如何避免热带疾病，但是要让人付钱维护大众的健康是很困难的事情。


  旅行药品也受到了商业利益的控制——英国绝大多数的旅行诊所都是由航空公司或旅游公司运营的。尽管旅游公司很乐意卖那些有利可图的注射剂，但他们并不热衷于向旅行者散布在土耳其地区害痢疾的坏消息，也很少花时间向旅行者讲明应该采取的预防措施。Ron Behrens，英国国民健康保险制度（NHS）惟一的旅行顾问、热带病药物顾问和伦敦热带疾病医院旅行门诊的主任说：“英国国民健康保险制度（NHS）发现很难去定义旅行者的健康。”他说，“它是属于英国国民健康保险制度内还是需要另外付款？这是一个灰色区域，意见不统一。似乎人们也没有责任来定义它的角色。”


  为了改善其在医疗体系中的地位，旅行药物不得不依赖一些数字来说明问题，而这些数字也是七拼八凑而来的。大部分情况下我们不知道有多少英国人在国外感染了疾病。并且即使某种疾病与旅行有关，也很少有信息表明这些被感染人群去了哪里，他们吃了什么，有什么症状，或曾经接种了哪些疫苗。由于缺乏确凿的事实和数字，很难为人们提供详细的建议，甚至那些可能会挽救他们生命的信息。


  《英国医学杂志》的现任领导争辩说：“只有在旅行者遇到生命威胁、公共健康干涉的相关利益在相关的发生、分布和控制中得到很好的界定时，旅行医药才能作为一门可靠的学科出现。”那些糟糕的旅行建议究竟浪费了多少钱？真实的数字很难确定，但是至少有数百万。Behrens举了一个例子。英国每年花费一百多万在往往不起作用的霍乱疫苗上，从而给人们一种错误的安全感。他说：“用于预防和治疗各种痢疾的信息更应该优先考虑。”


  11. A 细节题。由题干关键词travel medicine in Britain定位文章第一段。倒数第二句提到出于各种原因，在英国，旅行医药是一种谁也不想承担的责任，结合选项可知A正确。其余三项B（政府的职责）、C（由私人医生负责）和D（完全由旅游部门处理）均不正确。


  12. B 细节题。由题干关键词travel companies定位文章第三段。该段第一句提到旅行药品也受到了商业利益的殖民统治，结合选项可知B正确。其余三项A（防止人们生病）、C（就具体的国家给出建议）、D（让政府为此埋单）均非旅游公司经营旅游医药的目的。


  13. D 细节题。由题干关键词Behrens定位文章第三段。Behrens在该段中提到，旅行医药是包含在NHS里还是需要另外付款？这是一个灰色区域，人们对此有不同的看法，似乎没有人有责任来定义它的角色，结合选项可知答案为D。


  14. D 推断题。此题可从选项入手，A（重视旅行医药在医疗体系中的地位），该段并未提到；B（有关旅行医药的统计数据完整且充分）和C（很容易得到在国外感染疾病旅客的确切人数），均与原文意思不符。D（至今仍然很难给旅行者提出有效的医疗建议）与原文意思一致，故为答案。


  15. B 推断题。题干中的关键词think better of与第五段中的emerge as a credible discipline（作为一个可靠的学科出现）相对应，因此本题可定位第五段。A（政府给更多的财政支持），而原文提到英国每年花费一百多万在霍乱疫苗上，而霍乱疫苗往往不起作用，由此可知不是钱的问题，排除A；C（政府接替NHS的职责）在文中没有提到，可排除；D（旅行者多关注他们得到的建议），但文中并没有提到旅行者对建议的态度，可排除。B（提供有关旅行医药价值更准确的信息）与文中提到的“用于预防和治疗各种痢疾的信息更应该优先考虑”意思相符，故正确。


  Passage 4


  据报道，澳大利亚联邦政府正开展一项100,000,000美元的打包投资计划，目标是各个家庭。其中93,000,000美元将用来资助一个免费的软件程序，父母一旦将这个程序安装到电脑上，孩子们所接触到的网络资源将都是经过过滤的。设计这个软件旨在不让孩子们接触那些已知的不健康网站以及其他包含淫秽内容的网页。同时，这个软件还有其他的功用，比如通过阻止透露真实姓名、地址和电话号码等个人信息来监控网络聊天内容。


  互联网工业协会的网站（www.iia.net.au）上有这个软件，但现在需要购买才可以使用。联邦政府将会免费提供这个软件，届时既可以从中央网站或者互联网服务提供商的网站上下载，也可以通过光盘驱动器安装。报道称，此软件明年即可用，它是迄今为止世界上最为先进的软件。


  然而，这就是答案吗？联邦政府到底能够保护孩子和家庭到什么程度？难道家庭不应该像以前那样学会主动地自己保护自己吗？过去那些照顾家庭并以此为荣的成人们，憎恶政府以及相关机构干预的成人们都哪里去了？他们现在已为人祖，眼睁睁看着自己抚养长大的孩子让别人来操控他们的生活以及他们的孩子的生活，简直不敢相信。以保护自己家庭为荣的家庭价值观已经过时了，在许多家庭中已经不复存在了，或这只是我的片面之词？


  我对联邦政府为家庭和孩子们设立网站的做法拍手称道，通过网站父母和孩子可以认识到互联网的危险，并且可以随时寻求在线帮助、寻找可以交流的人。然而，这一切有点为时已晚。大门早已敞开，马儿已经跑出去了。互联网的发展速度无从控制，它目前对我们大部分的生活影响巨大，并且这个影响将持续下去。纯粹的事实是它的隐蔽性、互动性将会使得它越来越强大，这个强大会一直持续下去，直到最终找到一个替代品为止。人们在互联网上可以查询的信息量是惊人的。无论你想解决什么问题，你都可以在互联网上找到大量的答案，最难做的倒是你会选择或者相信哪个答案。


  以上都是互联网好的一面。至于互联网的负面作用，你每天通过上网阅读许多不同出处的文章便可以了解。然而，有多少父母有时间上网阅读那些文章？他们当中又有多少人知道怎么查询文章？我一直被人们在专家网上问我的那些问题所震惊。那些问问题的人实际上只需要简单地操作一下搜索引擎就可以很容易地找到问题的答案，但是他们就是不知道该怎么操作。当然，我也不是真的那么惊讶，因为在我学会怎么使用引擎搜索到我问题的答案之前，我也曾是他们当中的一员。


  16. C 细节题。由题干关键词software定位文章第一段。该段提到设计这种软件的目的是不让孩子们接触那些已知的不健康网站以及其他包含淫秽内容的网页，结合选项可知C正确。其余三项A（由澳大利亚联邦政府设计），与文中提到政府资助该软件项目不符；B（可以自动过滤一切不恰当的电脑用途）与文中提到需要父母安装和调控不相符；D（可以防止登录注册时个人信息的泄漏）与文中提到聊天时个人信息泄漏不相符。


  17. D 细节题。由选项可知本题涉及该软件的具体内容，由此可定位文章第二段。A（该软件不免费），而第一段开头已经提到政府将资助一个免费软件计划，故排除A；B（该软件已经在全国范围使用），与第二段倒数第二句所说的“据报道该软件到明年才能用”不相符，可排除；C（目前为止该软件是世界上最好的），第二段最后一句说有报道称该软件目前是世界上最先进的，但并没有说它是最好的，排除C；D（该软件可以通过下载或者制成CD-ROM得到），与第二段第二句意思一致，故为答案。


  18. A 态度题。由题干关键词current families' reaction定位文章第三段。该段连续用几个问句表明了目前家庭正逐渐失去以前家庭的优良传统，结合选项可知，A（担忧的）最符合题意。


  19. B 语义题。被考查词所在句的意思是：过去那些照顾家庭并以此为荣，____政府以及相关机构干预的大人们都去哪里了？结合常识可推知，这些成年人关心家庭事务，自然会痛恨他人的干涉，故选项中hated最符合文意，选B。

第三章　商业经济


  此类文章应该属于考研阅读中难度最大的一类，在真题中所占的比重大约为20%。讨论范围不外乎经济衰退、股市低靡、石油短缺造成的经济崩溃、大公司互相竞争、合并与垄断、行业内部的改革、广告的经济实效、经济软着陆、如何降低通货膨胀率、网络公司的营销策略、新兴行业的问题、存在的某些通病和竞争优势等等。有时会分析对某一理念（如市场营销）的观念转变将会指导现在的商业与经济在对比、批判、借鉴中不断前进，一般在结尾或段首等语气词中显露出作者的观点和态度，是乐观还是悲观都是常会考到的问题。


  在电子商务、IT业迅猛发展的今天，已有不少文章涉及了网络经济。有时将网络经济与股份融资、品牌效应、证券市场、自由贸易等内容相结合，形成专业性知识很强的经济时文，这是最令考生头痛的。其实这类文章大致上有两种结构，一种是：提问（或引用数字和专家意见）—论述—总结，另一种是：总述—分述—确认观点。考生在阅读的时候不要太推敲细节，因为时间有限，抓住几个大结构和态度意向，在遇到细节问题时，再回到文中查找，可节省时间。


  大多数题目细节结合推断，引用专家意见来考查作者态度和文章大意。考研经济类文章主要考查的是推断能力和对细节的把握。考生应注意在平时学习时多阅读经济方面的文章，并且积累经济方面的知识，提高逻辑推理能力。

  The entrepreneur, according to French economist J.B. Say, “is a person who shifts economic resources out of an area of lower and into an area of higher productivity and yield.” But Say's definition does not tell us who this entrepreneur is. Some define the entrepreneur simply as one who starts his or her own new and small business. For our purposes, we will define the entrepreneur as a person who takes the necessary risks to organize and manage a business and receives the financial profits and nonmonetary rewards.


  The man who opens a small pizza restaurant is in business, but is he an entrepreneur? He took a risk and did something, but did he shift resources or start the business? If the answer is yes, then he is considered an entrepreneur. Ray Kroc is an example of an entrepreneur because he founded and established McDonald's. His hamburgers were not a new idea, but he applied new techniques, resource allocations, and organizational methods in his venture. Ray Kroc upgraded the productivity and yield from the resources applied to create his fast-food chain. This is what entrepreneurs do; this is what entrepreneurship means.


  Many of the sharp, black-and-white contrasts between the entrepreneur and the professional have faded to a gray color. Formerly, professionals such as doctors, lawyers, dentists, and accountants were not supposed to be entrepreneurial, aggressive, or market oriented. They were “above” the market-driven world. Entrepreneurs, on the other hand, were the mavericks of society. They were risk-takers who aggressively sought to make something happen. Long hours were about all the two worlds had in common. However, increased competition, saturated markets, and a more price-conscious public have changed the world of the professionals. Today they need to market their skills, talents, and competencies. Lawyers advertise their services. Doctors specialize in one form of surgery. Accounting firms join with other businesses（e.g., consulting and law）to serve clients.


  Entrepreneurs exhibit many different behaviors; searching for a specific personality pattern is very difficult. Some entrepreneurs are quiet, introverted, and analytical. On the other hand, some are brash, extroverted, and very emotional. Many of them share some qualities. Viewing change as the norm, entrepreneurs usually search for it, respond to it, and treat it as an opportunity. An entrepreneur such as Ray Kroc of McDonald's is able to take resources and shift them to meet a need. Making the decision to shift resources works better if a person is creative, experienced, and confident.

  The main idea of these business schools is appealing. In a world where companies must adapt to new technologies and source of competition, it is much harder than it used to be to offer good employees job security and an opportunity to climb the corporate ladder. Yet it is also more necessary than ever for employees to invest in better skills and sparkle with bright ideas. How can firms get the most out of people if they can no longer offer them protection and promotion?


  Many bosses would love to have an answer. Sumantra Ghoshal of the London Business School and Christopher Bartlett of the Harvard Business School think they have one: “Employability”. If managers offer the right kinds of training and guidance, and change their attitude towards their underlings, they will be able to reassure their employees that they will always have the skills and experience to find a good job—even if it is with a different company.


  Unfortunately, they promise more than they deliver. Their thoughts on what an ideal organization should achieve are hard to quarrel with: encourage people to be creative, make sure the gains from creativity are shared with the pains of the business that can make the most of them, keep the organization from getting stale and so forth. The real disappointment comes when they attempt to show how firms might actually create such an environment. At its nub is the notion that companies can attain their elusive goals by changing their implicit contract with individual workers, and treating them as a source of value rather than a cog in a machine.


  The authors offer a few inspiring examples of companies—they include Motorola, 3M and ABB—that have managed to go some way towards creating such organizations. But they offer little useful guidance on how to go about it, and leave the biggest questions unanswered. How do you continuously train people, without diverting them from their everyday job of making the business more profitable? How do you train people to be successful elsewhere while still encouraging them to make big commitments to your own firm? How do you get your newly liberated employees to spend their time on ideas that create value, and not simply on those they enjoy? Most of their answers are platitudinous, and when they are not they are unconvincing.

  Pity the Republicans. No sooner had America's jobs figures become rosy enough to brag about in campaign ads, than the pesky statistics stopped playing ball. According to numbers released on July 2nd, only 112,000 new non-farm jobs were created in June, far fewer than in each of the previous three months and less than half what analysts were expecting. After rising for four months, jobs in the politically sensitive manufacturing sector fell. The average work-week shortened and the unemployment rate was stuck at 5.6%.


  Democrats quickly pointed out that America had lost more than 1 million jobs since George Bush took office. The president himself claimed that he had been looking all along for “steady, consistent growth”rather than “boom-or-bust”. Don Evans, his commerce secretary, said new jobs had been created in each of the past ten months, including June.“The trend is our friend,”he argued.


  But is it? That depends on whether June's figures were an one-off, or whether they marked a broader slow-down. It is always a mistake to read too much into one month's jobs statistics. And June had particular oddities. The fall in the average work-week, for instance, may have been influenced by the fact that many workers had the day off on June 11th for Ronald Reagan's funeral, a day that happened to be during the statisticians' survey week.


  It is said that the number-crunchers also revised down the jobs figures for April and May a bit. And other evidence suggests America's economy may be cooling somewhat. Durable goods orders（admittedly yet another highly volatile indicator）fell in May for the second consecutive month. Vehicles sales were decidedly lame in June. Measured at an annual rate, only 15.4 million light vehicles were sold in June, a sharp fall from the 17.8 million rate in May. And, perhaps most significant, several big chain stores, including Target and WalMart, warned that June would be weak.


  It is not all bad. For instance, consumer confidence looks robust （the Conference Board's index rose to 10.19 in June, its highest level in two years）. But for Mr. Bush, even conflicting signals look dangerous. For the past few months, his campaign has been frustrated by how little his poll ratings have benefited from a string of uniformly rosy economic statistics. If the economic numbers are less rosy, then the poll numbers could yet go down.

  Economics has long been known as the dismal science. But is any economist so dreary as to criticize Christmas? At first glance, the holiday season in western economies seems a treat for those concerned with such vagaries as GDP growth. After all, everyone is spending. In America, retailers make 25% of their yearly sales and 60%of their profits between Thanksgiving and Christmas. Even so, economists find something to worry about in the nature of the purchases being made.


  Much of the holiday spending is on gifts for others. ①At the simplest level, giving gifts involves the giver thinking of something that the recipient would like—he tries to guess her preferences, as economists say—and then buying the gift and delivering it. Yet this guessing of preferences is no mean feat; indeed, it is often done badly. Every year, ties go unworn and books unread. And even if a gift is enjoyed, it may not be what the recipient would have bought had they spent the money themselves.


  Intrigued by this mismatch between wants and gifts, in 1993 Joel Waldfogel, then an economist at Yale University, sought to estimate the disparity in dollar terms. ② In a paper that has proved seminal in the literature on the issue, he asked students two questions at the end of a holiday season: first, estimate the total amount paid （by the givers）for all the holiday gifts you received; second, apart from the sentimental value of the items, if you did not have them, how much would you be willing to pay to get them? His results were gloomy: on average, a gift was valued by the recipient well below the price paid by the giver.


  The most conservative estimate put the average receiver's valuation at 90%of the buying price. The missing 10% is what economists call a deadweight loss: a waste of resources that could be averted without making anyone worse off. In other words, if the giver gave the cash value of the purchase instead of the gift itself, the recipient could then buy what she really wants, and be better off for no extra cost. If the results are generalized, a waste of one dollar in ten represents a huge aggregate loss to society. It suggests that in America, where givers spend $40 billion on Christmas gifts, $4 billion is being lost annually in the process of gift giving. Add in birthdays, weddings and non Christian occasions, and the figure would balloon. So should economists advocate an end to gift giving, or at least press for money to become the gift of choice?

  Passage 1

  1. C 推断题。根据第一段可知，一个企业家必须具备三个条件：有效配置有利的资源并使自己有所得；是创业者；冒必要的风险。A中的首席执行官，B中的老板和D中的销售商都不一定是创业者。只有C，自己开创新事业的人才同时符合以上三个条件，故选C。


  2. C 推断题。由题干关键词the professionals定位文章第三段，第一句提到：现在企业家和专业人员之间的明显差异已经逐渐变得模糊了，由此可知A不正确；B所说的有事业心、以市场为中心是企业家的特质，故排除；C提到如今他们需要推销自己，与文中的they need to market their skills, talents, and competencies意思相符，故为正确答案。D为强干扰项，价格意识是针对大众而非只针对专业人士的，故排除。


  3. B 细节题。由选项可知，本题针对企业家的情况进行提问，第四段提到企业家们在性格上是有所不同的，有的冲动、外向，有的从容含蓄，但他们有一个共同的特点，就是冷静看待变化，寻找变化并对其作出反应，把变化看作机遇，由此可排除A和C，B提到应该迅速抓住机遇，与该段中treat it（change）as an opportunity意思相符，故为答案。文中并没有说J. B. Say是给entrepreneur定义的第一人，因此也可排除D。


  4. B 主旨题。文章开篇提到J. B. Say给entrepreneur下的定义只是一个引子，并不是作者的写作意图，故排除A；文章第二段开始谈到如何判断真正的企业家，第三段比较企业家和专业人士的不同，第四段谈到企业家的特质，由此可知B最符合文意。文章只是提到企业家的特点，但并未具体说明哪种人可以成为企业家，故C错误，而谈到Ray Kroc只是举了一个成功的例子，故D也是错误的。


  5. A 推断题。文章最后说一个人如果具有创造力、富有经验且有信心，就能作出正确的决定使资源得到更好的配置和利用。这应该是作者提出的一个论点，但文章此处并没有用例子去证明怎样运用创造力、经验和信心，因此可推断，作者接下来将会举例对此进行说明，所以选A。


  Passage 2

  很多老板都希望有自己的答案。伦敦商学院的苏曼特拉·戈沙尔和哈佛商学院的克里斯托弗·巴特利特认为他们自己的答案是“可雇佣性”。如果经理提供正确的培训及指导，并且改变他们对下属的态度，他们将能使自己的雇员充满信心并且认为自己总是有技能、有经验、可以找到一份好工作——即使是在不同的公司。


  令人遗憾的是，这些老板所做的承诺远远超出他们实际所能做到的。在有关一个完美的组织所能获得的成就上，如鼓励人们具有创造性、与公司同甘共苦、避免公司疲塌并向前发展等方面，他们无可非议。但他们在展示公司是如何创造出这样一种环境之时却令人非常失望。问题的中心在于这样一种观念：即他们认为改变与工人的合同并将其看作价值的源泉而非机器中的齿轮，来达到公司的目的。


  作者提供了一些鼓舞人心的公司案例（包括摩托罗拉、3M和ABB），这些公司都成功地创造出了这样的组织机构。但是他们很少提供有关如何运作组织的有益指导，这个最复杂的问题一直没人来回答。如何在不分散雇员对工作注意力的情况下不断地对他们加以培训，以使公司所获利润更大？如何将雇员培训为一个在任何地方都是优秀的人而又激励他们为你的公司效力？如何使思想解放的雇员将他们的时间花费在能够创造价值的想法上而不是他们所喜爱的一些念头上？这些问题的大多数答案都是老生常谈，不是老生常谈的也不具有说服力。

  7. C 细节题。由题干关键词Christopher Bartlett和employability定位文章第二段。该段中employability后的内容即是对此词的解释：经理们提供正确的培训及指导，并且能够改变对下属的态度，就能使雇员总是有技能、有经验，从而可以找到一份好工作。结合选项可知，C正确。


  8. C 态度题。题干问作者对Ghoshal and Bartlett的观点有何看法。从第三段的Unfortunately, they promise more than they deliver...（令人遗憾的是，他们所做的承诺远远超出他们实际所能做到的）以及下文提到的The real disappointment comes...可以看出，作者对Ghoshal和Bartlett的观点不以为然，认为这两个人许诺的比实际提供的要多，可见作者认为他们的观点不切实际，故选C。

  可惜啊，共和党人！美国就业数字刚开始显得很有希望用来在竞选中大做文章时，恼人的统计结果就不再合作了。根据7月2日公布的数据，6月份仅仅创造了11.2万个非农业工作机会，远远低于前三个月的平均值，甚至低于分析家所预测的一半。在政治敏感的制造业里，就业率在经过连续四个月的攀升之后也开始出现了下降趋势。另外，每周平均工作时间也缩短了，失业率更是达到了5.6%。


  民主党人立即指出，自乔治·布什上台之后，工作机会减少了至少100万个。布什总统立即声称，他正致力于实现稳定持续的增长，而不是那种“泡沫经济”。他的商业秘书唐·埃文斯说，在过去的10个月（包括6月份），政府不断地创造了工作机会，所以争论说：“这个态势有利于我们。”


  但事实真是如此吗？当然，那要取决于6月份的那份数据了。或许6月份的数据是个特例，也有可能是更大衰退的前兆。实际上对一个月的就业统计结果做过多的理解本来就是一个错误。况且，6月份还有其特殊性。比如说，6月11日好多工人放下工作去参加罗纳德·里根的葬礼，而那天刚好是统计员的工作日，这就很有可能缩短了每周平均工作时间，而影响其最后统计结果。


  据说，统计员也人为地降低了4月和5月份的数据。另外也有证据表明：美国经济在一定程度上正在趋于冷却。5月份，耐用品订单（公认的经济晴雨表）继上个月连续下滑。汽车销售市场在6月份也表现疲软。按年比率计算，轻型汽车销售从5月份的1,780万辆锐减到仅仅1,540万辆。可能最重要的是，包括塔吉特和沃尔玛在内的几家大型连锁超市经营商警告说6月份的情况有可能更糟糕。


  然而，总有骄阳。比如说，消费者信心就有所增强（美国企业家联合会公布的消费者信心指数6月份增长到了10.19，是近两年内的最高水平）。但对布什总统来说，即使有争议的预兆对他来说都有可能是危险的。在过去的几个月里，即使是连续良好的经济数据对他提高支持率也收效甚微，并使他的竞选活动受到了阻碍。如果这些经济数据再持续走低，那么支持者就会变得更少了。

  经济学长期以来被看作是令人消沉的科学。但是经济学家至于如此无聊来非难圣诞节吗？乍看之下，西方经济中，对于那些关注诸如GDP增长变化的人来讲，假日似乎是一件乐事。毕竟人人都在消费。在美国，感恩节和圣诞节期间的零售商销售量占一年总销售额的25%，所获利润占年利润的60%。即使是这样，还是有经济学家在这种购买热潮中发现了令人忧虑的问题。


  大多数的假日消费都是花在为他人选购礼物上。从最简单的层面上看，赠送礼物需要赠送者考虑接受者的喜好——正如经济学家所说，他试着揣度她的喜好——然后再买礼物、送礼物。然而这种对喜好的猜测绝对不合适；实际上，通常都猜错了。每年，都有大量当作礼物的领带从未被戴过，大批书从未被读过。即使是令人喜爱的礼物，也可能是接受者不会自己花钱买的东西。


  这种需求与礼品之间的失衡引起了耶鲁大学经济学家乔尔·沃德佛格的极大兴趣，在1993年他试图用美元估计两者之间的差额。在一篇关于这一问题的具有独创性的论文中，他在假日结束之时向学生提出了两个问题：第一，估算一下你所收到的假日礼物（赠送者所支付）的全部花销；第二，抛开对礼物的感情价值，如果没有这些礼物，你愿意花费多少去得到它们？结果令人很不快：平均来讲，接受者对礼物的估价要远低于赠送者所花费的价格。


  最保守的估算为：接受者对礼物的估价是实际购买价格的90%，丢失的10%就是经济学家所称的重大损失：资源的浪费本可避免，而且不会给任何人造成损失。换句话说，赠送者如果不送礼物而改送现金的话，接受者就会购买她真正想要的东西，并且不会再支付额外费用。累计起来，每十美元中浪费一美元即是社会的巨大损失。这表明在美国，赠送者购买圣诞节礼物要花费400亿美元，在赠送礼物过程中每年要损失40亿美元。再加上生日、婚宴及非基督教节日，这个数字还会变大。因此，经济学家是否应呼吁停止赠送礼物，或是至少敦促将金钱作为礼物的一种选择呢？


  16. B 细节题。由题干关键词holiday season和a treat定位文章第一段，该段第三句指出，过节的时候人们总是要花许多钱购买礼物，从而刺激消费，刺激经济的增长，结合选项可知B正确。其余三项中A（美国的经济低靡）文中并未提及；C（美国零售商在节假日能完成年销售额的四分之一）和D（零售商在节假日所获的利润占年利润的60%）是文中的具体事例，用以说明假日消费对美国经济的重大影响，故排除。


  17. D 主旨题。第一段末尾总结道：尽管如此，还是有经济学家发现这种购买热潮背后的弊病。由此引出下文对假日消费实质的分析。而第三段开头则承上启下地提出这种需要和得到之间的失衡引起了经济学家的兴趣，这一句实际是对上文的总结。由此可知第二段讨论的应该是赠予与需求之间的矛盾，选项中D正确。选项B（假日购买实际上是浪费金钱）、C（猜对他人的喜好并不容易）都不是本段的主要意图，均排除。

D 细节题。由题干关键词the missing 10% of holiday spending定位文章第四段，该段提到：在送礼过程中，接受者对礼物的估价是实际购买价格的90%，丢失的10%在经济学家看来是一种重大损失，因为这种资源的浪费本可避免，也就是说赠送者如果不送礼物而改送现金的话，接受者就可以购买她真正想要的东西，且不用再支付额外费用，结合选项可知D正确。其余三项中A（购买的现金价值比购买价格低）是对文意的曲解；B（它使得人们在不需要的礼物上花更多的钱）文中并未提及；C（这笔钱可以使接受者更实惠且不需付额外的费用）看似正确，但这并非经济学家认为的丢失的10%是一种重大损失的直接原因。

  Pursuing free trade through WTO has many attractions. Countries bind themselves and their trading partners to transparent and nondiscriminatory trade rules, which the WTO then enforces even handedly. Since most governments operate on the premise that opening domestic markets is a concession to be traded for access to foreign markets, multilateral liberalization is often the most effective route to free trade.


  A successful WTO round requires two big bargains to be struck: a transatlantic deal between America and the EU and a north-south deal between the rich and the poor. Yet at Seattle this year there is a long way to go before such broad bargains can be considered, let alone struck.


  America wants a few priority issues to be settled. Its list includes an extension of the duty free status of e-commerce, a broader IT pact, reform of the WTO dispute settlement system, increased WTO transparency and the phase out of tariffs in eight sectors including chemicals, energy products and environmental products. The EU on the other hand professes to want a more comprehensive approach that focuses on removing tariff peaks for such imports as textiles, glass and footwear, but would preserve tariff preferences for developing countries.


  The biggest obstacle may be the insistence of many developing countries that they will block further liberalization until their gripes over the Uruguay round are addressed. They want their obligations in areas such as intellectual property, investor protection, subsidies and antidumping to be eased. They argue that the Uruguay round has failed to deliver expected benefits in such areas as agriculture and textiles.


  Though by no means a monolithic block, the developing countries share a feeling that whatever the promise of liberalization at the WTO, rich countries will conspire to keep their markets closed. Indeed, the EU insists that freeing trade should be “controlled, steered and managed according to the concerns of EU citizens”. That is in keeping with a view, widespread on the continent, that “a protectionist trade policy is a price readily paid for political objectives”.


  However great these obstacles are, they could be overcome if America were still leading the drive for freer world trade. With its economy doing well, greater access to foreign markets seems a less pressing priority. The administration is unwilling to make politically painful concessions required to achieve that aim. So there is a possibility that the Seattle round will turn out to be a fiasco. If that happens, it will encourage the anti-WTO groups to go on the offensive. America, the EU and Japan would increasingly be tempted by managed trade.

  “Making money is a dirty game,” says the Institute of Economic Affairs, summing up the attitude of British novelists towards business. The IEA, a free market think-tank, has just published a collection of essays （The Representation of Business in English Literature）by five academics chronicling the hostility of the country's men and women of letters to the sordid business of making money. The implication is that Britain's economic performance is retarded by an anti-industrial culture.


  Rather than blaming recalcitrant workers and incompetent managers for Britain's economic worries, then, we can put George Orwell and Martin Amis in the dock instead. From Dickens's Scrooge to Amis's John Self in his 1980s novel Money, novelists have conjured up a rogue's gallery of mean, greedy, amoral money-men that have alienated their impressionable readers from the noble pursuit of capitalism.


  The argument has been well made before, most famously in 1981 by Martin Wiener, an American academic, in his English Culture and the Decline of the Industrial Spirit. Lady Thatcher was a devotee of Mr. Wiener's, and she led a crusade to revive the “entrepreneurial culture” which the liberal elite had allegedly trampled underfoot. The present Chancellor of the Exchequer, Gordon Brown, sounds as though he agrees with her. At a recent speech to the Confederation of British Industry, he declared that it should be the duty of every teacher in the country to “communicate the virtues of business and enterprise”.


  Certainly, most novelists are hostile to capitalism, but this refrain risks scapegoating writers for failings for which they are not to blame. Britain's culture is no more anti-business than that of other countries. The Romantic Movement, which started as a reaction against the industrial revolution of the century, was born and flourished in Germany, but has not stopped the Germans from being Europe's most successful entrepreneurs and industrialists.


  Even the Americans are guilty of blackening business's name. Smersh and Spectre went out with the cold war. James Bond now takes on international media magnates rather than Rosa Kleb. His films such as Erin Brockovich have pitched downtrodden, moral heroes against the evil of faceless corporatism. Yet none of this seems to have dented America's lust for free enterprise.


  The irony is that the novel flourished as an art form only after, and as a result of, the creation of the new commercial classes of Victorian England, just as the modern Hollywood film can exist only in an era of mass consumerism. Perhaps the moral is that capitalist societies consume literature and film to let off steam rather than to change the world.

  The traditional distinction between products that satisfy needs and those that satisfy wants is no longer adequate to describe classes of products. In today's prosperous societies the distinction has become blurred because so many wants have been turned into needs. A writer, for instance, can work with paper and pencils. These are legitimate needs for the task. But the work can be done more quickly and efficiently with a word processor. Thus a computer is soon viewed as a need rather than a want.


  In the field of marketing, consumer goods are classed according to the way in which they are purchased. The two main categories are convenience goods and shopping goods. Two lesser types are specialty goods and unsought goods. It must be emphasized that all of these types are based on the way shoppers think about products, not on the nature of the products themselves. What is regarded as a convenience item in France（wine, for example）may be a specialty good in the United States.


  People do not spend a great deal of time shopping for such convenience items as groceries, newspapers, toothpaste, razor blades, aspirin, and candy. The buying of convenience goods may be done routinely, as some families buy groceries once a week. Such regularly purchased items are called staples. Sometimes convenience products are bought on impulse: someone has a sudden desire for an ice cream sundae on a hot day. Or they may be purchased as emergency items.


  Shopping goods are items for which customers search. They compare prices, quality, and styles, and may visit a number of stores before making a decision. Buying an automobile is often done this way. Shopping goods fall into two classes: those that are perceived as basically the same and those that are regarded as different. Items that are looked upon as basically the same include such things as home appliances, television sets, and automobiles. Having decided on the model desired, the customer is primarily interested in getting the item at the most favorable price. Items regarded as inherently different include clothing, furniture, and dishes. Quality, style, and fashion will either take precedence over price, or they will not matter at all.


  Specialty goods have characteristics that impel customers to make special efforts to find them. Price may be no consideration at all. Specialty goods can include almost any kind of product. Normally, specialty goods have a brand name or other distinguishing characteristics.


  Unsought goods are items a consumer does not necessarily want or need or may not even know about. Promotion or advertising brings such goods to the consumer's attention. The product could be something new on the market as the Sony Walkman once was or it may be a fairly standard service, such as life insurance, for which most people will usually not bother shopping.

  The permanent conversion of farmland to urban and industrial development is a major concern today. ①Accurate data on the rate of such losses are not available, but estimates of the area of land absorbed for every increase of 1,000 in the urban population vary from about 10 to 400 hectares. The higher figure includes urban edge land alienated from agriculture by land speculation and resulting high prices. If an average figure of 80 hectares for every increase of 1,000 in the urban population is used, the projected permanent conversion of land to urban development in Quebec and Ontario between now and the year 2000 is 300, 000 hectares and 500,000 hectares respectively. More than half of this land is good agricultural land in climatically favorable areas. Around Montreal, for instance, 8,700 hectares of the best agricultural land in Quebec is being lost to development each year. Equally serious may be the loss of farmland to low density rural housing, but no firm data are available.


  There is a similar trend in Western Canada. About 40,000 hectares of B.C. farmland were lost to urban development between 1962 and 1972. In Alberta, over 16,000 hectares of prime land were absorbed in the course of seven years by the cities of Edmonton and Calgary, and there is evidence that smaller towns on the Prairies are consuming farmland at up to twice the rate, per unit population, of the big cities. The areas mentioned may not seem impressive in relation to the total area of farmland in Canada, and it is true that few statistics are available on the rates of loss of farmland. However, the picture is clear enough to provide the basis for rational choices.


  It must be remembered that only tiny areas of Canada, less than one per cent, have climates and soils suitable for the production of corn and soft fruits. Most of these valuable parcels of land are in the path of rapid urban and industrial growth. Productive farmland close to the city is basic insurance against future events such as food shortages and high prices.


  Because of its greenbelt character, farmland is also of immeasurable aesthetic value. City dwellers will often drive for miles to experience an orchard in blossom and enjoy the rural scene. ② Wildlife ecologists have persuaded us of the value of preserving endangered species like the whooping crane and of the necessity of selecting pipeline routes that will not disturb migrating animals like the caribou. Surely it is not too much to expect that we recognize the necessity of preserving for agriculture the prime farmland close to cities such as Montreal, Toronto and Vancouver.

  Passage 1


  通过WTO这一组织来寻求自由贸易有许多吸引人之处。各国使自己和他们的贸易伙伴受到透明和非歧视性贸易规则的制约，而WTO会强化这些规则。由于大多数政府活动的前提是开放国内市场为进入国外市场作出让步，因此多边自由主义常常是达到自由贸易的最有效的途径。


  一轮成功的WTO贸易谈判需要达成两个重要的协议：一个是美洲和欧盟之间的泛大西洋协议，一个是富裕国家和贫穷国家之间的南北协议。然而今年在西雅图，要考虑这些主要的协议还有很长的路要走，更不用说就此达成一致了。

  最大的障碍可能来自许多发展中国家，他们坚持说，在其对乌拉圭谈判的不满之处得到解决之前，他们将会阻止进一步的贸易自由。他们希望在诸如知识产权、投资者保护、补助金制度和反倾销法案等领域的负担得到减轻。他们指出，乌拉圭回合在农业和纺织品领域没能达到预期的收益。


  尽管这无论怎么说也不是一个巨大的障碍，但发展中国家都认为，无论WTO对于贸易自由有什么承诺，富国都会协同关闭其市场。实际上，欧盟坚持认为，贸易的自由化应当“根据欧盟公民的利害关系而给予控制、引导和管理”。这就与一个在欧洲大陆上很普遍的观点相一致，即“贸易保护政策是一个随时将会为政治目标牺牲的代价”。


  但是，如果美国仍然引导着世界贸易朝更自由的方向发展，那么无论这些障碍有多大，它们都能够被克服。美国的经济一直被看好，因此更好地进入外国市场看起来是一个并不太紧迫的问题。政府不愿意为达到该目标而作出痛苦的让步。于是有一种可能性就是，西雅图回合将最终惨败。如果这种情况发生，那么它将促使反WTO团体继续其攻势。美国、欧盟和日本将依然受被操纵贸易的诱惑。


  1. A 推断题。由题干关键词transparent and nondiscriminatory rule定位文章第一段。第一句提到：“……国家之间加强了透明度和反歧视贸易准则……由于大多数国家是以进行跨国贸易为前提，通过让步打开的国内市场，因此多边自由主义常常是达到自由贸易的最有效途径。”由此推断，从国内市场转向国际市场是为增加世贸组织规则的透明度，故选A。其余三项B（在对外贸易中作出让步）、C（采取最有效的自由贸易途径）说法都过于笼统。


  2. C 推断题。由题干关键词American与the EU定位文章第二、三段，其中第三段提到：美国的优先请求包括e-commerce、更宽松的IT公约、WTO解决争端的改革、增加WTO透明度……；而EU要求广泛针对发展中国家的纺织品、玻璃制品、鞋类产品的免税政策。由此可知，两者在世贸谈判议程上有所不同，结合选项可知，正确答案应为C。而A、B、D都较片面。


  3. B 细节题。由题干关键词developing countries和liberalization定位文章第四段。其中提到：在其对乌拉圭谈判的不满之处得到解决之前，他们将会阻止进一步的贸易自由。结合选项可知，B正确。其余三项中，A（现在联合起来不开放市场）文中并未提到，C（承受不起在农业和纺织品领域没有收益）只是其中的一个原因，D（希望免除在知识产权和反倾销领域的负担）与文中提到的“……负担得到减轻”有出入。


  4. B 语义题。该短语出现在最后一段最后一句话中。文章倒数第二段说，发展中国家对发达国家贸易政策的怀疑证实了一个广为流传的理论，“贸易保护政策是一个随时将会为政治目标而牺牲的代价”；最后一段又说西雅图会议将面临失败，反对WTO的人又有理由了，被操纵的贸易将继续诱惑发达国家。由此推断，贸易保护主义仍然在横行，故选B。


  5. B 态度题。由最后一段的一些信息词unwilling （不愿意）、fiasco （失败）、... be tempted by managed trade（受被操纵贸易的诱惑）等来看，作者对所谓的自由贸易感到怀疑，故选B。


  Passage 2


  “赚钱是肮脏的勾当”，英国经济事务研究会是这样总结英国小说家对商业的态度的。经济事务研究会是一个自由市场的智囊团，它刚刚出版了一本由五位学者编写的评论集《英国文学作品中的商业》，其中，按年代顺序列出了英国男女文学家对赚钱这一肮脏勾当的排斥。其中的隐含之意就是，英国的经济发展受到了反工业文化的制约。


  我们与其要指责反抗的工人和不胜任的管理者造成了英国的经济困难，还不如责备乔治·奥韦尔和马丁·埃米斯这些作家。从狄更斯笔下的吝啬鬼斯克鲁奇，到埃米斯20世纪80年代所写的小说《金钱》中的人物约翰·塞尔夫，小说家向人们展示了吝啬、贪婪、不道德、惟利是图的无耻之徒形象，这使得敏感的读者远离了对资本主义的高尚追求。


  该论点之前就已被充分地论述过，最为著名的就是1981年美国学者马丁·威纳在《英国文化与工业精神的衰落》中所做的论述。撒切尔夫人是威纳先生的追随者，她倡导复兴“企业家文化”，而这正是自由主义精英人士所不屑的。现任财政大臣戈登·布朗似乎也赞同撒切尔夫人。在最近为英国工业联合会所做的演讲中，布朗宣称，“传达商业和企业的优点”是国内所有教师的职责。


  当然，大多数小说家都对资本主义怀有敌意，但这种论调却是有风险的，它可能使作家成为替罪羊，为自己本不应该负责任的失败承担责任。与其他国家相比，英国文化并不是最反商业的。浪漫主义运动以一种反对工业革命的形式开始，起源并兴盛于德国，但却并没有阻止德国人成为欧洲最成功的企业家和工业家。


  甚至连美国人都对丑化商业负有责任。前苏联恐怖间谍组织“斯莫希”和“魔鬼党”随着冷战的结束而消失了。现在詹姆斯·邦德而不是罗莎·克莱布成了国际媒体巨头。他那诸如《永不妥协》之类的电影让备受压制的道德英雄对抗不知名组织的邪恶力量，但这似乎并没有削弱美国对于自由企业的追求。


  具有讽刺意味的是，小说作为一种艺术形式，是在英国维多利亚时期新的商业阶级形成之后，作为其结果而兴盛起来的，就像现代好莱坞电影只能存在于大众消费时代一样。或许其中隐含的寓意就是，资本主义社会并没有利用文学和电影来改变世界，而只是用它们来发牢骚罢了。


  6. B 推断题。文章一开始就提出了经济事务研究会总结的英国文学中的一个观点，即赚钱是肮脏的勾当，接下来还对此进行了说明，故选B。第一段并没有进行对比或比较，也没有提出任何假设，故排除其他三项。


  7. B 语义题。文章第一段首句提出一个观点，即赚钱是肮脏的勾当，继而进一步说明该研究会按年代顺序列出了英国男女文学家对赚钱这一sordid勾当的排斥。从结构上来看，sordid所在句是对前文内容的顺承，并且搭配也与首句相似，因此该词应与前文的dirty含义相近，故选B。


  8. A 推断题。由题干关键词Gorge Orwell与Martin Amis定位文章第二段。第二段首句提到，与其指责反叛的工人和不胜任的管理者造成了英国的经济困难，还不如责备乔治·奥韦尔和马丁·埃米斯这些作家。结合第一段末句提到的英国的经济发展受到了反工业文化的制约，可推知，这两人遭到责备是因为他们的作品阻碍了英国经济的发展，故选A。


  9. D 推断题。由题干关键词Martin Wiener定位文章第三段。其中提到，马丁·威纳的追随者撒切尔夫人倡导复兴“企业家文化”，而这正是自由主义精英人士所不屑的。由此推断，马丁·威纳的观点既非中立，也不与自由主义精英人士的观点一致，而倾向于复兴企业家文化，故选D。


  10. C 推断题。文章最后一段指出，小说作为一种艺术形式，在新的商业阶级形成之后兴盛起来，故排除A；最后还提到，资本主义社会并没有利用文学和电影来改变世界，故排除B；文中并未提及D的内容，也应排除。综合分析最后一段的内容可知，文学和电影可以宣泄人们的不满情绪，因而对资本主义社会有利而无害，故选C。


  Passage 3


  传统意义上，我们将产品分为满足需求和满足欲望两大类，这种区分已不足以描述产品的种类。在如今这个繁荣昌盛的社会，由于许多欲望变成了需求，这个区分已经变得模糊。比如说，一个作家，只要纸和笔即可进行写作，它们是完成写作的合理需求。但是这项工作通过文字处理器可以开展得更快更有效，从而电脑很快被看作需求而不是欲望。


  在营销领域，人们按照购买消费品的方式对其进行分类。两种主要的种类包括便利品和选购品。两种次要的种类包括特殊品和非渴求品。必须强调的是这些分类是基于购买者对产品的思考方式，而不是按照产品自身的性质来划分的。在法国被视为便利品的商品（例如酒）在美国则可能被视为特殊品。


  人们不会花大量时间去购买便利品，如日用杂物、报纸、牙膏、剃须刀刀片、阿司匹林和糖果。便利品的购买可以变成日常例行事务，像有些家庭就是每周购买一次。这类常规性购买的产品叫作大宗产品。有时候，人们因冲动而购买便利品：比如有人会在大热天一时冲动而去买一支圣代冰淇淋；有时候，人们也会因为一时之需而购买便利品。


  购买品是顾客寻找的物品，他们比较物品的价格、质量、款式，也有些顾客会光顾许多家商店之后才会作出购买的决定。比如，购买汽车往往就是这种情况。购买品可以划分为两类：一种被认为是基本一样的物品，另一种被认为是与众不同的物品。其中，前者包括家用电器、电视机、汽车等。顾客一旦决定了要购买的款式，他们最感兴趣的就是这种物品最为适宜的价格了；后者包括衣服、家具、盘子。这些产品的质量、款式、潮流或许会替代价格成为顾客购买时优先考虑的因素，也有可能它们根本不影响顾客的购买决定。


  特殊品则是那种会驱使顾客花费额外精力去寻找的物品，价钱根本不是影响购买的因素。特殊品会包含各种产品。特殊产品通常有品牌名或者其他显著的个性特征。


  非渴求品指的是顾客根本不想要也不需求甚至不知道的物品。这些产品只有通过促销和宣传才能引起顾客的注意。这种产品可以是市场上任何一款新型物品，例如曾几何时的索尼随身听；它也可能是一项相当标准的服务，例如人寿保险，这些产品人们通常不予考虑购买。


  11. C 细节题。由题干关键词word processor定位第一段。最后两句提到借助文字处理器工作更快更有效，因此很快人们把计算机看作是一种需求，也就是说如果文字处理器是达到更快更有效工作的惟一途径，人们就会把它看作一种需求而非欲望，因此本题选C。


  12. D 推断题。根据题干定位文章第二段，此题可用排除法。选项A（消费品可以分为两类），而第二段提到消费品可分为两种主要类型和两种次要类型，由此可知A不正确；B（消费品的分类标准是他们的性质），而该段第一句话说根据消费品的购买方式对其进行分类，即标准是消费品的购买方式，因此排除B；C（各种类型的产品都是由消费者对其进行分类），而第二段提到这些产品的分类基于购物者对产品的思考方式，并没有说明是消费者对消费品进行分类的，故排除C。D（产品的分类在不同的国家是不一样的），该段最后一句说酒在法国是便利品而在美国是特殊品便很好地说明这一点，因此选D。


  13. A 细节题。由题干关键词staples定位文章第三段，该段第二句说这些便利品的购买可以变成日常例行事务，这种定期购买的物品就叫staples，由此可知staples是指人们经常需要的物品。结合选项可知A所表述的正好与此一致，故为答案。


  14. A 细节题。由题干关键词shopping goods和same定位第四段。该段提到被视为基本相同的购买物，顾客选定了款式之后，主要关心的就是这类物品的价格，也就是说被视为基本相同的物品通常能满足消费者相似的需求，选项中A最符合文意。其余三项B（顾客不在乎在哪里买）文中并未提及；C（顾客花大量时间寻找）属于另一种类型的购买物；D（几乎在任何一个商店都能找到）应该是属于staples的特征，故也是错误的。


  15. C 细节题。由题干关键词unsought goods定位文章最后一段，第二句说促销和广告可以使这些商品吸引消费者的眼球。由此可见作者可能赞成对这些unsought goods进行促销，故选C。


  Passage 4


  农业用地向城市和工业发展用地的永久转化是当今备受关注的一个问题。尽管现在还没有这些损失比率的确切数据，但是据估计，城市人口每增加1000人，被吞并的土地面积则从10到400公顷不等。更大的数字包括通过土地投机高价买卖与农业相分离的城市边缘土地。如果城市人口每增加1000人平均要使用80公顷土地的话，那么从现在到2000年魁北克省和安大略湖永久转化的计划土地分别是300,000公顷和500,000公顷。差不多一半以上的这些土地都是气候适宜地区的农业良田。举例来说，在蒙特利尔附近，魁北克每年有8700公顷最好的农业用地正用于城市和工业发展。农业用地用于降低农村居住密度的情况也同样严重，但是这方面还没有确切的数据。


  加拿大西部也有类似的趋势。在1962至1972年间大约有40,000公顷公元前的农田被用于城市的发展。在艾伯塔省，七年期间16,000公顷以上的上好土地被埃德蒙顿和卡尔加里的城市吞并；证据表明大草原上一些小城的农田消耗是大城市中单位人口农田消耗的两到三倍。以上提及的面积就加拿大的总体农田数量来说似乎并没有多大的震撼力，而且，确实也很少有农田流失方面的数据。然而，它描述的画面对于提供理性选择的基础来说已经足够清晰。


  必须记住的是，加拿大国土面积中只有很小一部分，不超过1％，有适合玉米和无核水果种植的气候和土壤。这些地区中大部分有价值的土地正被用于城市和工业快速发展。靠近城市的多产农田是应对突发事件的基本保障，如食物短缺和物价上涨。


  由于农田的绿色带，农田也具有不可估量的审美价值。城市居民经常会开车数英里去感受花开时节的果园，去享受田园风光。野生生态学家已经说服我们保留一些濒临灭绝的物种，如鸣鹤，同时还说服我们有必要选择不影响迁徙动物，如驯鹿的管道铺设路径。当然，不要过多地期望我们会意识到保留城市附近如蒙特利尔、多伦多和温哥华附近的优良农田的必要性。


  16. B 推断题。由题干定位文章第一段。第三句提到通过土地投机高价买卖与农业相分离的城市边缘土地，由此可知城市边缘土地的卖价很高，选项B正确。其余三项A（可以提供农田损失的确切数字），而第二句说损失的确切数据还不能提供，故排除；C（大部分用于城市发展的用地是不肥沃的），第一段后半部分提到一多半用于城市发展的土地都是位于气候适宜地区的良田，因此排除；D（一小部分的农田用于低密度的农村住宅），该段最后一句说用于农村住房用地的确切数据还不知道，故D也不对。


  17. D 细节题。由题干关键词smaller towns和Prairies定位文章第二段，该段中间部分提到大草原上一些小城镇的农田消耗是大城市中单位人口农田消耗的两到三倍，结合选项可知D符合题意。其余三项A（与增加的土地投机买卖成比例）、B（以每7年1万6千公顷的速度消耗）针对的是the cities of Edmonton and Calgary，和C（主要被用于低密度农村住宅）均不合题意。


  18. A 细节题。由题干关键词impressive定位第二段，最后一句说上面提到的那些面积相对于加拿大整个的耕地面积来说似乎微不足道，即加拿大的耕地面积很大，所以选A。其余三项B（这个问题只影响到加拿大东部）、C（只有玉米之类的作物和无核水果受到影响）、D（人们不知道这个问题的真实程度）文中均未提及。


  19. A 细节题。由题干关键词productive farmland定位文章第三段，最后一句说接近城市的多产农田是应对诸如食物短缺和物价上涨这类突发事件的基本保障，也就是说它能预防可能出现的食物短缺，因此选A。选项B（使目前食品保持高价）和C（甚至鼓励都市扩张）与文意相悖；D（出产许多作物和无核水果），该段只是提到，加拿大部分地区有适合玉米和无核水果生产的气候和土壤，但并未表明产量，故排除。


  20. B 推断题。根据选项可知本题定位文章最后一段，该段第一句提到农田也具有不可估量的审美价值，可见作者是在暗示读者学会欣赏农田的美学价值，因此选B。选项A（提出问题的解决方法），文中没有涉及；C（人们在参观农场时避免打扰动物），文中提到的是管道路线设置不要打扰到动物；D（支持保存大城市附近的农田），而最后一句说不要过多期望我们能够认识到保护城市附近的农田的必要性，可以看出人们对保护农田的态度谈不上是支持，故排除D。

  Once upon a time, innovation at Procter&Gamble flowed one way: from the United States outward. While the large Cincinnati-based corporation was no stranger to foreign markets, it usually sold them products that were already familiar to most Americans. Many Japanese families, for instance, swaddle their babies in Pampers diapers, and lots of Venezuelans brush their teeth with Crest. And of course（company executives assumed）Americans at home wanted these same familiar, red white-and-blue brands. We might buy foreign-made cars, or chocolates, or cameras—but household cleaners and detergents?


  Recently, however, P&G broke with this long-standing tradition. Ariel, a P&G laundry detergent, was born overseas, and is a familiar sight on store shelves in Europe and Latin America. Now bilingual packages of Ariel Ultra, a super-concentrated cleaner, are appearing on supermarket shelves in Los Angeles.


  Ariel's appearance in the United States reflects demographic changes making Hispanics the nation's fastest-growing ethnic group. Ariel is a hit with this population. In fact, many Mexican immigrants living in southern California have been “importing” Ariel from Tijuana, Mexico. “Hispanics knew this product and wanted it,”says P&G spokeswoman Marie Salvado. “We realized that we couldn't convince them to buy［our］other laundry detergents.” P&G hopes that non-Hispanic consumers will give Ariel a try too.


  Ariel's already strong presence in Europe may provide a springboard for the company to expand into other markets as well. Recently P&G bought Rakona, Czechoslovakia's top detergent maker. Ariel, currently a top seller in Germany, is likely to be one of the first new brands to appear in Czech supermarkets. And Ariel is not the only foreign idea that the company hopes to transplant back to its home territory. Cinch, an all-purpose spray cleaner similar to popular European products, is currently being test-marketed in California and Arizona. Traditionally Americans have used separate cleaners for different types of surfaces, but market research shows that American preferences are becoming more like those in other countries.


  Insiders note that this new reverse flow of innovation reflects more sweeping changes at Procter & Gamble. The firm has hired many new Japanese, German, and Mexican managers who view P&G's business not as a one-way flow of American ideas, but a two-way exchange with other markets. Says Bonita Austin of the investment firm Wertheim Schroeder, “when you met with P&G's top managers years ago, you wouldn't have seen a single foreign face; today, they could even be in the majority.”


  As Procter & Gamble has found, the United States is no longer an isolated market. Americans are more open than ever before to buying foreign-made products and to selling U.S.-made products overseas.

  The unwritten social contract between companies and the communities that originally nurtured them has been broken. Gone are the days when owners and managers lived in the community.


  Capital has become mobile on an international scale. The new multi-national companies owe no “loyalty” except to a rather vague “shareholder base.” This new breed of employer is interested in short-term profits, and seeks out the lowest wages and least onerous environmental, health, and safety regulations.


  Companies are forced to pursue short-term financial results to satisfy investors. ①Those that choose to sacrifice these short-term results in order to make long-term strategic investments in research and development open themselves up to attack by corporate raiders, and to possible devaluation of their stock.


  American manufacturing has thus lost its competitive edge by failing to invest adequately in new plants, equipment, research and development. Without such long-term investment, however, American industries are finding themselves forced to compete by becoming low-cost producers rather than growth-oriented and risk-takers.


  They are ignoring their most important asset, the accumulated skills and experience of the workforce. Management in Japan, Germany and the Scandinavian countries see skilled labor as a valuable asset. By investing in, and partnering with, labor they have been able to displace U.S. manufacturers as the quality providers of high technology products.


  Having positioned themselves in this low-cost niche, many U.S. companies are ultimately forced to abandon their American employees as they move offshore to seek even cheaper labor. Those manufacturing jobs that remain in the U.S. are experiencing declining wages.


  Against this background it is not surprising that U.S. manufacturing has been characterized by poor labor relations and an “us-versus-them”attitude on the shop floor.


  We need to find ways to bring back manufacturing jobs. If they can be created and retained, secondary service jobs will follow, and enough wealth will be generated to have a significant impact upon local economies. We need new kinds of manufacturing companies.


  This may sound like a dream, but in fact such companies actually do exist. They're worker-owned companies whose ownership is vested in their workers. These workers live in the communities where their companies are located. It's not worker participation alone that leads to greater productivity. Rather, it's holding real decision-making power that drives worker-owners to make these ventures successful, according to studies tracked by the National Center for Employee Ownership（NCEO）.


  Simply stated, worker ownership aligns the interests of the corporation with those of the community. This is not an untested hypothesis. ② Numerous studies have demonstrated that worker ownership, coupled with a program of significant worker participation and involvement, substantially increases a firm's productivity. Worker-owners are prepared to sacrifice short-term gains in favor of investments in capital expenditures, research and development, etc., which ensure a company's long-term competitiveness.

  The introduction of Medicare's new Part D prescription drug benefit is perhaps the most significant expansion of the program since its commencement in 1965. The cost of the drug benefit for 2004-2013 is projected to be $410 billion. As of mid-April 2006, 19.7 million Medicare beneficiaries were enrolled in a Part D plan, including 8.1 million beneficiaries who signed up for new stand-alone prescription drug plans（PDPs）.


  While private insurance markets have generally failed to provide stand-alone prescription drug insurance, there are several features that may allow Medicare to succeed. First, the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services（CMS）can impose mandatory minimum quality standards, as CMS must approve each PDP's formulary, or the specific drugs covered by the plan. Second, the program is heavily subsidized, with Medicare paying 74.5%of total plan premiums plus 80%of catastrophic costs（annual drug costs exceeding$5,100）. Third, payments to providers are risk adjusted, meaning that they are adjusted up or down based on the expected cost of patients enrolled in the plan. This can help to avoid a “race to the bottom”, whereby providers design their plans to make them unappealing to costly patients.


  As the market for PDPs is brand new, it remains to be seen whether it will function as lawmakers envision. In “Perverse Incentives in the Medicare Prescription Drug Benefit”, David McAdams and Michael Schwarz examine issues in the design of the new drug benefit that may put upward pressure on drug prices and downward pressure on drug plan quality.


  One issue the authors examine is risk adjustment. Although risk adjustment is commonly used for traditional health insurance plans, the authors suggest that it may be more problematic in the case of PDPs. If risk adjustment is very fine, for example based on a specific drug a patient is taking, then the manufacturer of that drug has an incentive to raise its price, knowing that the provider has little incentive to encourage the patient to switch to a lower cost substitute given that Medicare will repay most of the cost.


  This might suggest that coarse risk adjustment is preferable, but this too has drawbacks. If patients with different preexisting conditions receive the same risk adjustment, PDP providers will have an incentive to discourage patients with the more costly condition from joining their plan. This is easy for providers to do, for example by moving a specific drug to a different tier or adding it to a pre-approval list. CMS has said that it will monitor plans to identify those that are outliers in terms of what drugs they exclude; however, if many plans engage in this behavior, it will not be easy to identify discriminatory PDPs in this manner.

  Employer health insurance premiums have risen sharply in recent years—between 2000 and 2005, premiums rose by over fifty percent in real terms, according to the Kaiser Family Foundation.


  ①<u.Economic theory suggests that if workers fully value their health insurance benefits, they will bear the burden of higher premiums in the form of lower wages, with no change in the level of employment or total wage and benefit costs to employers. But if firms are limited in their ability to offset higher benefit costs through lower wages—for example, by minimum wage laws or union contracts—then rising premiums may cause employers to reduce their work force or shift employment to employees who do not receive benefits, such as part-time workers.


  Understanding the relationship between health insurance premiums and employment is of growing policy relevance, since many proposals to cover the uninsured rely on “employer mandates” that would require employers to cover workers. Rising premiums provide an opportunity to observe the labor market effects of higher benefit costs.


  NBER researchers Katherine Baicker and Amitabh Chandra explore this issue in “The Labor Market Effects of Rising Health Insurance Premiums”. Studying this question is difficult because most individual-level data sets have no information on employer premiums. Previous studies have tried to surmount this problem by using average premiums for the worker's industry, firm size, and family status. However, a second problem is that there may be unobservable characteristics, such as worker quality, that affect both health benefits and wages. If this is the case and quality is related to the characteristics used to impute premiums, then any estimated relationship between premiums and employment could be biased by the failure to control for worker quality.


  The researchers suggest a novel approach to overcome this problem—they use state-level per capita medical malpractice payments to predict health insurance premiums. The researchers argue that malpractice costs will be reflected in health insurance premiums but are unlikely to be correlated with unobservable worker characteristics such as quality.


  Using this approach, the researchers find that the cost of increasing premiums is borne primarily by workers with employer-provided health insurance in the form of decreased wages. They also find effects on employment—rising premiums are associated with more unemployment and more part-time work. ② The researchers find that when premiums rise, part-time workers receive higher wages but are less likely to receive benefits, which suggests that employers may be shifting employment to part-time employees with limited benefits in order to avoid premium increases.


  The results of this study have important policy implications. They suggest that the cost of employer mandates is likely to be passed on to workers in the form of lower wages.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  以前宝洁公司（P&G）的革新都是单向流动的：从美国向外革新。当这家总部设在辛辛那提州的大公司对外国市场来说不再陌生时，它经常向他们出售大部分美国人已经熟悉的产品。例如，许多日本家庭给宝宝用的是“帮宝适”尿布；许多委内瑞拉人使用“佳洁士”牙膏刷牙。当然（公司主管们以为）国内的美国人需要这些同样熟悉的红蓝白相间的品牌。我们可能买外国产的轿车，或巧克力，或相机，但是家居的清洁器和去污剂呢？


  然而，最近宝洁打破了这种长久以来的传统。碧浪，宝洁旗下的一种洗衣剂品牌就是在海外生产的，在欧洲和拉丁美洲的货架上也都有它熟悉的影子。目前，碧浪的一款带有双语包装的超浓缩洗衣剂出现在洛杉矶的超市货架上。


  碧浪在美国的出现反映了人口统计上的变化，美籍西班牙人成了这个国家增长最快的民族群体。碧浪成了这一人群的风尚。事实上，许多住在加利福尼亚州南部的墨西哥移民一直从墨西哥的提华纳“进口”碧浪。“美籍西班牙人知道这种产品而且想购买它”，宝洁的发言人Marie Salvado说，“我们意识到我们不能说服他们买我们的其他洗衣剂。”宝洁希望那些非美籍西班牙人消费者也能试一试碧浪。


  碧浪在欧洲已经占据强有力的位置，这也为公司提供了一个向其他市场拓展的跳板。最近宝洁收购了捷克斯洛伐克清洁剂顶级制造商Rakona。目前位居德国销售榜首的碧浪，很有可能是首先进入捷克超市的新品牌之一。碧浪并不是宝洁公司想移植回本国领土的惟一外国理念。“新奇”，一种与受欢迎的欧洲产品类似的通用喷雾清洁剂，目前正在加利福尼亚和亚利桑那州进行市场试销。按照传统，美国人对不同的表面使用不同的清洁剂，但市场调查显示，美国人的偏爱与其他国家的人越来越相似。


  业内人士指出，这种新出现的革新的反向流动反映了宝洁公司更彻底的变化。这个公司已经雇用了许多日本人、德国人和墨西哥人做经理，他们不把宝洁的商业看作是美国人想法的单向流动，而是与其他市场的双向交流，Wertheim Schroeder投资公司的Bonita Austin说，“当你几年前遇见宝洁的高层经理时，你不会看到一张外国面孔，而今天，他们甚至可能占了大多数。”


  正如宝洁已经发现的，美国不再是一个孤立的市场，在购买外国生产的产品和将美国制造的产品销往海外方面，美国要比以往任何时候都开放。


  1. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法，从选项入手：A说这三个品牌反映了宝洁公司（P&G）创新单向流动的传统，由第二段可知Ariel不包括在内，故A是错误的；B说宝洁公司仍然坚持创新的单向流动这一长久以来的传统，而第二段第一句提到P&G已经打破了这一传统，因此排除B；C说P&G的产品在世界各地同时上市，这与第二段说Ariel最先在欧洲和拉丁美洲上市不相符，故C错误；D提到P&G的产品在美国很受欢迎，由第一段可知符合文意。


  2. D 细节题。Ariel一词在文中出现多次，因此本题也考虑用排除法。A说Ariel起源于Los Angeles，这与第二段说它起源于海外不相符，可排除；B说Ariel引起了人口统计上的变化，而第三段说它反映了人口统计上的变化，故B也可排除；C说Ariel最早出现在美国超市的货架上，而第二段说它起源于海外，现在才出现在Los Angeles的货架上，排除C；D说Ariel在欧洲很流行，第二段说在欧洲货架上的Ariel让人觉得眼熟，由此可知它在欧洲很流行，所以D正确。


  3. B 语义题。由题干定位到文章第五段，被考查词所在句提到：____指出这种革新的反向流动反映了宝洁更彻底的变化，结合选项可知只有Procter&Gamble内部人员或对该公司比较了解的人才能注意到这种更彻底的变化，因此答案选B。


  4. A 细节题。由题干关键词transplant foreign idea定位文章第四段，其中提到Ariel并非宝洁公司希望移植到本土惟一的国外想法，Cinch这种多功能的喷雾清洁剂目前正在加利福尼亚州和亚利桑那州试销，而最后一句说到市场研究表明美国人越来越偏爱其他国家的清洁剂，由此来看选项，可知A最符合文意。


  5. A 推断题。根据题干可知该题旨在考查作者的观点，此类题的答案往往在文章最后一段，即文章的结论部分。最后一段说美国不再是一个孤立的市场，美国人也更加开放了，在向国外卖出产品的同时也购买国外的产品，由此可推知，当今经济发展的趋势是全球化，故选项A正确。其余选项中B（当今的企业非常不愿意走向全球化），文中没有涉及；C（如果美国公司只卖自己本土的产品能赚更多的钱）和D（美国的市场不应该那么开放），均不合题意，因为作者不赞成美国人只卖自己的产品，而是希望市场能更加开放。


  Passage 2


  公司与原先为之提供发展的社区之间不成文的社会契约已经被打破了。过去那种业主与经理生活在一个社区的日子一去不复返了。


  资本已经开始在国际范围内流动。新兴的跨国公司只为相当不明确的“股东群体”效忠，此外不对任何人负责。这类新型雇主对短期利益十分感兴趣，寻求最低的工资和最能避免法律责任的环境、健康和安全法规。


  公司被迫追求短期的财政收益以满足投资者。而那些选择牺牲短期利益，在研发上进行长期战略投资的公司不得不面临公司掠夺者的抨击，甚至可能会导致其股票的贬值。


  美国制造业由于在工厂、设备以及研发方面投资不足，失去了竞争优势。然而，失去了长期投资之后，美国工业发现自身为了竞争被迫转变为廉价生产商而不是追求产值和承担风险的制造商。


  他们正在忽视自身最重要的资产，即劳动力累积的技能和经验。日本、德国、以及斯堪的纳维亚等国家的管理者将熟练劳动力看作是最具价值的资产。通过对劳动力的投资及与之合作，他们已经可以替代美国的制造商，成为高新技术产品的优质供应商。


  许多美国公司将自身定位于低成本的环境中，最终被迫放弃本土员工，转向海外寻求更廉价的劳动力。而仍留在美国的制造业工作所提供的薪金一降再降。


  在这样的背景下，美国制造业表现出僵持的劳动关系以及在车间中“敌我分明”态度的特征，也就不足为奇了。


  我们必须想办法夺回制造业的工作机会。如果这些机会得以创造并保留下来，次要服务产业将会紧随其后，同时也会创造出巨大的财富，给地区经济的发展带来意义非凡的影响。我们需要的是新型制造业公司。


  这听起来可能像是一个梦，但实际上这样的公司确实存在。它们是工人所有制公司，公司的所有权属于工人，这些工人住在公司所在的社区。工人的参与不仅大大提高了生产率，而且根据员工所有权国家研究中心（NCEO）的研究显示，拥有真正的决定权使成为业主的工人们把这个冒险转化为成功的实践。


  简单地说，工人的业主身份把公司与社区的利益联系在一起。这并不是一个未经验证的假设。大量研究已经证明，与重大的工人参与计划相结合的工人所有权会充分提高公司的生产率。作为业主的工人们已经准备好牺牲短期利润以加大对资本支出、研发等方面的投资，以确保公司的长期竞争力。


  6. A 细节题。本题可采用排除法，从选项入手：A（业主和经理之间的关系已经发生变化），第一段提到公司和社区之间的关系已经被打破，业主和经理住在同一个社区已经成为过去，由此可推断，A正确；B（如今的公司建立在股东投资的基础之上），第二段提到资金已经在国际范围内流动，新的跨国公司拥有的是在意义上相当模糊的“控股权”，由此可知，B是对文意的曲解；C（许多公司放弃了长期利益），第二段提到新兴的公司对短期收益感兴趣，但并未说很多公司都如此，故排除；D（追求短期收益的公司的股票将会增值），是对第三段提到的进行长期战略性投资的公司股票可能贬值的过度推论。


  7. C 推断题。由题干关键词American industries定位到文章第四段和第五段。第四段首句提到，美国的制造业由于在新厂房、仪器和研究等方面没有恰当地投资，从而失去了竞争优势，但并未提及已经在国际市场上具有巨大的优势，故A不正确；该段末句还提到美国工业发现它们在竞争中被迫成为了低成本制造商，而不是向有增长潜力的制造商转变，由此可推断，美国工业是愿意向有增长潜力的制造商转变的，故B不对；第五段首句提到他们忽视了最重要的资产即劳动力方面所积累的经验和技能，故C正确；第五段末句提到日本和德国等已经有能力代替美国制造商成为高科技产品的优质供应商，由此可知美国工业在高科技产品方面已经不再位居首位，故D可排除。


  8. B 语义题。第六段被考查词所在句提到把自己定位在低成本的____中，许多美国公司最终不得不放弃美国的雇员，漂洋过海去寻找更低价的劳动力。结合选项A（市场）、B（地位，状况）、C（角色）以及D（目标）可知，B最符合文意。


  9. B 推断题。文章第八段提出了new kinds of companies的概念，第九段对此进行具体的解释：在这类公司中，工人拥有公司的所有权，由此可排除A；该段中提到真正地拥有决策权能够激励工人把公司做好，由此可推断工人拥有决策权，故B正确；C（比同行更成功）在文中并未提及；该段第一句就提到这种新型公司确实存在，故D错误。


  10. D 态度题。作者在文章第十段对工人所有权的公司作出了评价，它使公司与社区的利益保持一致，大量的研究也表明这类公司会大大提高生产力，同时保持长期的竞争力。由此可见作者支持这类公司，因此选项D正确。


  Passage 3


  医疗保险中D部分的新处方药津贴的出台可能是该项目自1965年开始运行以来最重要的扩展。2004至2013年，计划投入药品津贴的成本为4100亿美元。2006年4月中旬，1970万医疗保险受益人参与了D部分计划，这其中包括810万签署了新型独立处方药计划（PDPs）的受益人。


  在私人保险市场普遍无法提供独立的处方药保险时，出现了几个可以使医疗保险获得成功的特征。首先，医疗保险和医疗补助服务中心（CMS）能够制定出强制性的最低质量标准，因为CMS必须批准PDP的每一项处方，或是计划中涉及到的具体药物。其次，这个项目得到了很大的资助，医疗保险支付计划总费用的74.5%，以及80%额外的突发事件开销（每年的药物开销超过5100美元）。第三，供应商的报酬随风险而变，这意味着他们按照参加计划中病人的期望开销费用而上下浮动。这可以帮助避免供应商改变计划使其失去对花销大的病人的吸引力的“竞次”现象。


  PDP是一个全新的市场，所以它是否会如立法者预想的那样发挥作用，还要拭目以待。在“医疗保险处方药津贴中的非正当动机”一文中，戴维·麦克亚当斯和迈克尔·施瓦茨调查研究了在新药物津贴的设计过程中有可能会导致药物价格提高以及药物计划质量降低的种种问题。


  两位作者研究的其中一个问题就是风险调整。尽管风险调整通常被用于传统的健康保险计划中，但这两位作者认为在PDP计划中，风险调整将会成为一个更棘手的问题。如果风险调整非常精细，例如建立在病人服用的具体药物基础上，该种药物的制造商会想方设法提高药品价格，因为他们了解如果医疗保险将会偿付大部分的花销，供应商就不会鼓励病人选择更低价格的替代药品。


  这可能意味着粗略的风险调整更受青睐，但这也存在不足。如果先决条件不同的病人接受同一种风险调整，PDP的供应商会有打消让治疗费用更高的病人加入他们计划的念头。这对供应商来讲很容易，例如通过将具体的药物转移到其他的等级，或是将其加入待批准名单中。CMS已经承诺将会监测计划的实施，辨别出被其排除在外的药物；但是，如果大量计划介入这种行为，利用该种方法鉴别有差别的PDP可不是件容易的事情。


  11. B 细节题。第一段最后一句提到，2006年四月中旬，已有1970万医疗保险受益人参与了D计划，其中包括810万已签署新的独立处方药物计划的受益人，由此可知B正确。第一段第一句指出，D计划的引入或许是医疗保险项目最重要的扩充，但并没有说D计划是医疗保险最好的项目，故A可排除；由句中的stand-alone可知，新的独立处方药物计划是独立的计划，并不包含在D计划内，因此排除C；第二段第一句提到，私人保险市场通常并不提供独立的处方药物保险，但并未提到私人保险市场是否资助D计划，故排除D。


  12. C 推断题。文章第二段介绍了使得医疗保险获得成功的三个因素：首先是医疗保险与医疗补助服务中心必须批准每个处方药物计划的处方，但这并不说明中心对处方有控制权，因而排除A；二是医疗保险享受很多资助，医疗保险负责支付全部计划保险费的74.5%，而不是全部费用，因而排除B；三是支付款项可以按照风险进行调整，也就是说款项可以根据参与计划的病人的预期费用上下调整，这就避免了保险提供者将计划设计成不吸引花销大的病人的模式，由此推断，花销大的病人对医疗保险计划还是很感兴趣的，因而排除D，确定C为答案。


  13. B 推断题。由题干关键词David McAdams和Michael Schwarz定位到文章第三段。该段最后一句提到，在名为“医疗保险处方药物计划的不正当动机”的论文中，两人检查了新的药物计划在设计上的问题，这些问题可能提高药品价格并降低药物计划的质量，可见，两人在论文中主要关注于新的处方药物计划在设计上的问题，所以B正确。文章并未提到两人关注处方药物计划是否是实际的和成功的，也没有提到对立法者期望的关注，因此排除A、C；第四段首句提到，风险调整是两人关注的其中一个问题，但并不是全部，因此排除D。


  14. C 推断题。由题干关键词risk adjustment定位到文章第四段。该段提到，尽管风险调整通常被用在传统的健康保险计划中，但（论文的）作者认为风险调整在处方药物计划中可能引发更多的问题，然而文章并未明确表明风险调整更适用于传统健康保险计划，或风险调整容易给处方药物计划带来问题，因此排除A、B两项；该段还指出，如果风险调整非常精细，例如说以病人所服用的特定药品为依据，那药品生产商就可能想提高药品价格，他们知道保险提供者不会鼓励病人去买廉价药，因为医疗保险会负担大部分费用，由此推断，风险调整可能间接影响到药品的价格，所以C正确。原文并未提到风险调整鼓励病人购买较便宜的药，故排除D。


  15. A 语义题。被考查词所在句意为“这或许表明____风险调整更为可取，但它同样存在缺点”。结合其中的“这”（this）和“同样”（too）可知，该句与上文关系密切。上文提到了精细的风险调整可能引发的问题，由此推断，此处指的应该是与之相对的粗略的风险调整，再结合选项A（不精确的）、B（全部的）、C（改良的）和D（清楚的）可知，A最符合题意。


  Passage 4


  近年来，雇主的健康保险费急剧增长——据凯泽家庭基金会统计，从2000年到2005年保险费按实际计算增长了50%以上。


  经济理论表明，如果工人们充分重视他们的健康保险收益，他们将会以获得更低工资的形式来承担更高的保险费，而这对就业率和雇主的总工资和收益成本没有任何变化。但是，如果公司受限制而无法通过低工资来抵消较高收益成本——举例来说，被最低工资法或联邦契约限制——那么，增加的保险费可能会使雇主减少劳动力或雇用那些不会得到收益的雇员，如兼职工人。


  对健康保险费和雇佣二者关系的理解与政策有着越来越紧密的关系，因为许多包含未保险的计划都依赖于“雇主强制计划”，它要求雇主给工人上保险。增加的保险费将提供一个观察更高福利成本的劳动力市场效应的机会。


  美国经济研究局（NBER）研究员Katherine Baicker和Amitabh Chandra在“提高健康保险费的劳动力市场效应”一文中对此进行了探究。研究这个问题很困难，因为大部分个人数据集都没有关于雇主保险费的信息。先前的研究已经尝试用工人的行业、公司规模和家庭状况的平均保险费来克服这一问题。然而，另一个问题是，可能没有可观察的特征，例如影响健康收益和工资的工人素质。如果情况是这样，而且工人素质与保险费的特征有关系，那么保险费与雇佣之间的估计的关系将会因为不能把握工人的素质而有失偏颇。


  研究人员提出了一种新的方法来解决这个问题——他们使用各州的人均医疗事故费用来预测健康保险费。他们表示，医疗事故费将会在健康保险费中有所体现，但是它不可能与不可观察的工人的特征联系起来，如工人的素质。


  通过这种方法，研究人员发现增加保险费的成本主要由享有雇主提供健康保险费的工人以获得更低工资的方式来承担。他们还发现增加保险费对就业产生的影响，即保险费的增加导致失业率上升，兼职工作增多。研究人员发现，当保险费增加时，兼职工人会得到更高的工资，但是不太可能获得福利，这表明雇主可能将雇佣转移到只能得到有限的福利的兼职雇员身上，以此来避免保险费的增加。


  这些研究结果对政策的制定有很重要的启示。这些结果表明，“雇主强制计划”的成本可能通过降低工资的方法转移到工人身上。

  How can an organization's sales operation be improved? One of the keys to becoming more effective is to first determine the type of “selling process”which needs to be used. In other words, the role the salesperson must play has to be identified. There are three different processes sales staff can adopt: narrative, suggestive and consultative.


  The narrative approach depends on the salesperson moving quickly into a standardized presentation. Every buyer receives the same presentation. Emphasis is on highlighting benefits and how the product or service can help the buyer. This is an effective approach if the buying motive for all customers is basically the same. This process is well suited where there are a great number of prospects to be called on.


  The suggestive approach depends on the seller being in a position to offer alternative recommendations. This is quite different from the narrative approach as the presentation is tailored to the individual customer. Here, the salesperson must initiate some discussion in order to get the buyer in a positive frame of mind.


  An example of this process would be a restaurant wine steward who has checked with the waiter what food the customer has ordered and then opens by saying that either “this or that” particular wine would go best with the food ordered.


  This is an excellent approach where one doesn't have much time with the customer but is able to acquire some basic information and then offer a particular recommendation. This process is well suited for products and services. However, it does require the salesperson to acquire basic information from the customer before moving on to the presentation.


  The consultative approach requires the salesperson to have a thorough understanding of the customer and what the customer is trying to achieve. The role of the salesperson is to become an adviser or consultant and he must acquire a great deal of information from the customer. With this information the salesperson can plan what to offer the customer.


  In this case, the salesperson must tailor the presentation to highlight how the salesperson's product or service can be of help. This approach will usually require a number of sales calls as the buying process may be complex. The consultative approach requires a wide variety of skills, including probing, listening, analysis, creativity and persuasiveness. The other two approaches typically require fewer skills.


  Hiring, training, motivating and rewarding salespeople need to be linked to the type of sales process being used and this is where the problem starts. Many organizations which should be using a consultative approach use a narrative approach. They use standardized methods and do not tailor presentations to individual customers. You see this in many industries. When this is the case, price becomes a key criterion for the customer.


  A key issue in developing a professional sales organization is in first establishing the sales process. When that decision has been made, all other sales decisions, including hiring, training and rewards can be linked to it.

  These are hard times for Deutsche Bank, despite its huge strides in investment banking. Next week its chief executive, Josef Ackerman, goes on trial in Dusseldorf. Careless words by Rolf Breuer, the head of its supervisory board, led to another court ruling last month that may cost Germany's biggest bank several hundred million euros in damages. Then there is Parmalat. Although no evidence has emerged of complicity in the Italian dairy group's fraud, Deutsche's name has become entwined in the affair.


  In many other respects, however, Deutsche's reputation has never been higher. In dubbing it “Bank of the Year 2003”, International Financing Review, the capital markets' favorite newssheet, purred that Deutsche was a “lean, aggressive, focused universal bank”. In the league tables that investment banks watch so keenly, Deutsche excelled last year as lead manager of bonds and convertible bonds and of some racier products, such as repackaged debt securities and high-yield “junk” bonds. In other disciplines it rarely fell below the top ten in the world.


  However, it is still nowhere near the top in equity offerings and advice on mergers and acquisitions, except in Germany. It still has a problem with costs, which were a fat 82% of income in the third quarter of 2003, thanks mainly to the thick pay packets of its investment bankers and its poor returns from corporate and retail banking.


  Mr. Ackermann must try to improve the weak spots while spending two days a week, probably until June, in a courtroom. He and four others face charges of “breach of trust” over the way bonuses were awarded to board members of Mannesmann, a telecoms company. Mr. Ackermann sat on Mannesmann's supervisory board. There is no suggestion that he gained personally. Nor was there any harmful intent in Mr. Breuer's remarks in a television interview about the financial health of the Kirch media group shortly before its bankruptcy. But he was careless, and a Munich court found Deutsche（but not Mr. Breuer）liable for damages, to be set in due course, without right of appeal. The bank said this week it has lodged a protest with the federal supreme court in Karlsruhe. Meanwhile, Kirch has filed a suit against Deutsche in America.


  Deutsche's involvement with Parmalat also looks sloppy. It led a 350m bond issue for the group in September. It was also a leading borrower and lender of Parmalat shares, so that in November it technically held the voting rights to over 5% of Parmalat stock. That stake had fallen to 1.5% by December 19th, the day the dairy company's black hole became public. It reported this, perhaps over-zealously, to the Italian authorities. That may have given the wrong impression, say sources close to the bank, because the transactions were for third parties.


  This is awkward for a bank that managed to avoid most serious attacks on conflicts of interest that beset the investment-banking industry following the collapse of Enron in 2001 and the bursting of the tech-stock bubble. Mr. Ackermann will need a clear head to steer the bank through the coming storms.

  NBER Research Associate George Borjas analyzes the effect of the large number of foreign students who earned doctorates in science and engineering between 1968 and 2000 on the wages of PhDs in those fields. He uses data from the Survey of Earned Doctorates and the Survey of Doctoral Recipients. In the 1970s, Borjas notes, nearly 20 percent of those earning science and engineering doctorates were foreign-born students who intended to stay in the United States. By the 1990s, that number was over 33 percent.


  Foreign doctoral students are not equally distributed across the various science-and-engineering fields, however. In the 1990s, more than half of the doctorates awarded in civil engineering were earned by foreign-born students intending to stay in the United States, while in psychology, the fraction was only 5 percent; in health and related sciences it was almost 17 percent; in biological sciences it was over 27 percent; and, in electrical and mechanical engineering it was roughly 49 percent.


  ①As the number of people with doctoral degrees has increased, it has become more common for PhDs in some fields to take a post-doctoral appointment（a “post-doc”）as their first job rather than to proceed to a more secure, and higher paying, permanent appointment. The number of young PhDs in post-doctoral positions is nearly 29 percent in the biological sciences, over 17 percent in physics, and almost 10 percent in chemistry. Yet, on average, a post-doc under the age of 40 earns$36,000 a year while the average salary for a regular appointment is approximately$65,900 a year. According to the 2000 Census, U.S. men with undergraduate degrees who were between the ages of 25 and 29 earned an average of$33,000; those who were 30-34 years old earned$42,300. In short, salaries in post-doctoral appointments do not reward the additional years of education required for a PhD.


  Immigration also appears to affect the wages of those who do not take post-docs. Between 1993 and 2001, immigration increased the supply of doctorates in all fields by an average of almost 14 percent. The wage of the average worker with a doctorate in science or engineering fell by close to 4 percent. In some fields, the effect was much larger. Immigration increased the supply of doctorates in computer science and mechanical engineering by 36 percent, causing wages to fall by an estimated 10 percent. In all, the influx of foreign students reduced the wage growth of science and engineering PhDs by about 40 percent.


  Borjas notes that low returns to earned doctorates may cause bright undergraduates born in the United States to pursue professional occupations in which wages have not been depressed by immigration. As a result, research labs employing large numbers of post-docs will find that “natives do not want to do the type of work that immigrants do”, at least not at the wages they offer. This encourages the labs to press for more recruiting from abroad, with the result that wages for PhDs will continue to be depressed. Borjas cautions that it would be a mistake to assume that lower wages for PhDs is necessarily bad policy. ② Although immigration may reduce the economic returns to earning a doctorate in the United States, having more skilled labor in the population also may lead to more, and more rapid, scientific discovery. If that is the case, then the overall benefit from high-skill immigration could be very large.

  Disability among the elderly has declined markedly in the United States in the past two decades. In 1984, 25 percent of the elderly population reported difficulty with activities associated with independent living. By 1999, the share had fallen to 20 percent, a decline of one-fifth. Although these basic facts are well known, their interpretation is not clear. Is the reduction in disability a result of improved medical care, individual behavioral changes, environmental modifications that allow the elderly to better function by themselves, or other demographic changes? Will the trend continue, or is it time limited? What does the reduction in disability mean for years of healthy life and labor force participation?


  The researchers David Cutler, Mary Beth Landrum, and Kate Stewart focus on disability caused by cardiovascular disease to investigate the role of improved medical care on reductions in disability. By looking at just one condition, they can analyze health shocks and their outcomes in some detail. Cardiovascular disease is a natural condition to analyze, because it is the most common cause of death in the United States and most other developed countries. Also, more is spent on cardiovascular disease than on any other condition, clearly a case where medical care could really matter.


  The researchers measure disability as the presence of impairments in Activities of Daily Living （ADLs）and Instrumental Activities of Daily Living（IADLs）. Their data source, the National Long-Term Care Survey （NLTCS）, includes information on six ADL measures: eating, getting in or out of bed, walking around inside, dressing, bathing, and getting to or using the toilet. There are also questions about eight IADL measures: doing light housework or laundry, preparing meals, shopping for groceries, getting around outside, managing money, taking medications, and making telephone calls. The NLTCS is a nationally representative longitudinal survey of the health and disability profile of the population aged 65 and over.


  Cutler and his co-researchers find that reduced disability associated with cardiovascular disease accounts for a significant part of the total reduction in disability—between 14 and 22 percent. The evidence suggests that improvements in medical care, including both increased use of relevant procedures and pharmaceuticals, led to a significant part of this decline in disability. Regions with higher use experienced substantial reductions in mortality and disability.


  While precise data on the implications of reduced disability are lacking, the possible impact of disability reductions is staggering. The researchers estimate that preventing disability after an acute cardiovascular event can add as much as 3.7 years of quality-adjusted life expectancy, or perhaps $316,000 of value. The cost of this outcome is significantly smaller. The initial treatment costs range from $8,610 to $16,332, depending on the procedure used. Further, recent cost analyses reported that annual Medicare spending was lower for the non-disabled than the disabled, which suggests that higher treatment costs may be offset by lower future spending among a more healthy population. By virtually any measure, therefore, the researchers conclude that medical technology after acute cardiovascular episodes is worth the cost.

  Passage 1


  如何提高公司的销售业绩呢？使销售更有效的关键之一就是首先决定需要运用哪种“销售方法”，换句话说，就是必须明确销售人员必须充当何种角色。销售人员可以采用三种不同的销售方法：叙述式、启发式和咨询式。

  5. D 推断题。通读全文可知，作者对销售行业和销售模式都非常熟悉，由此推断，作者很可能是一位商人，故选D。其他三种人（学术界人士、新闻记者、专业作家）所应具备的文风与本文不符。


  Passage 2


  尽管德意志银行在银行投资方面取得了很大的进展，目前却处于困境。下周，银行首席执行官约瑟夫·阿克曼将在杜塞尔多夫出庭受审。上个月，该银行监督委员会主席罗尔夫·布鲁尔因出言不慎引起了另一场官司，这可能使这个德国最大的银行损失几亿欧元。还有帕玛拉特公司的案子，虽然没有证据证明德意志银行参与了这家意大利乳业公司的欺诈案，但其名字已经与此案纠缠在了一起。


  然而，在其他许多方面，德意志银行却声望空前。该行被最受资本市场欢迎的报刊《国际财经评论》评选为“2003年最佳银行”，该报将德意志银行描述为一家“机构精简、积极进取、专于业务的综合银行”。在投资银行特别关注的银行排行榜上，在债券、可兑换债券，以及像重新包装的债务证券和高产的“垃圾”证券这类更有活力的业务方面，德意志银行在去年都排名第一。在其他方面，该银行几乎都名列世界前十名。


  但是，除了在德国，该行在股权发放和提供公司合并及收购建议方面却表现不佳。该行的成本仍然是个问题，2003年第三季度的成本就占了收入的82%，而这主要是由该行投资银行家的高额工资以及它在公司和零售银行业务中少得可怜的利润造成的。


  阿克曼先生必须努力改善不利的局面，同时还要每周两天出庭，这可能会持续到6月。他和另外四个人面临着“违约”的指控，因为他们向曼内斯曼电信公司董事会成员提供分红的方式违反信托约定。阿克曼先生是曼内斯曼公司监督委员会的成员，但没有迹象表明他个人从中获利。在克尔什传媒集团破产前，关于其财务健康状况的电视访谈中，布鲁尔先生的话也没有恶意；但是由于他出言不慎，慕尼黑法院判德意志银行（而不是布鲁尔先生）限期支付赔偿金，而且不许上诉。该行称，他们本周已向卡尔斯鲁厄联邦高级法院提出了抗议。同时，克尔什公司在美国向德意志银行提起了诉讼。


  仍然无法确定德意志银行是否涉嫌帕玛拉特公司的案子。9月，该行为帕玛拉特公司进行了一笔3.5亿欧元的证券交易。它还是帕玛拉特公司最大的股东和贷款方，所以从技术上讲，11月该行对帕玛拉特多于5%的股票拥有投票权，而到12月19日该乳业公司的黑洞曝光时，该份额降到了1.5%。该行向意大利官方进行了报告，但可能表现得过于热切。和银行关系密切的消息来源宣称，那也许使人形成错误的印象，因为交易是为第三方进行的。


  对于一个成功避免了利率冲突方面最严重的攻击的银行来说，这个事件非常棘手。自2001年安然公司倒闭以及科技股票泡沫破灭以来，利率冲突一直困扰着银行投资业。阿克曼先生需要清醒的头脑来带领德意志银行渡过即将到来的难关。


  6. B 推断题。文章第一段指出，虽然没有证据证明德意志银行卷入了这家意大利乳业公司的欺诈案，但案件中却出现了它的名字。倒数第二段开头也提到，仍然无法确定德意志银行是否涉嫌帕玛拉特公司的案子，综合推断可知，B正确。选项A、C针对的是事件的结果，但下定论过早，选项D内容在文章中根本就没有提到。


  7. D 推断题。文章第三段提到，该行的成本仍然是个问题，而这主要是由该行投资银行家的高额工资以及它在公司和零售银行业务中少得可怜的利润造成的。由此推断，德意志银行所获利润不多主要是由银行家的高额工资和不明智的业务造成的，故选D。


  8. C 推断题。文章第一段提到，该行监督委员会主席罗尔夫·布鲁尔因出言不慎而引起了另一场官司，这可能使这个德国最大的银行损失几亿欧元；第四段又再次提到，由于他出言不慎，慕尼黑法院判德意志银行（而不是布鲁尔先生）限期支付赔偿金。由此推断，德意志银行要支付巨额赔偿金是由其监督委员会主席出言不慎造成的，故选C。


  9. B 推断题。题目问根据第四段的内容哪个选项表述正确。该段中提到：阿克曼先生和另外四个人面临着“违约”的指控，而不是“受贿”，排除A。选项C是在文章的最后一段中提到，故也可排除。根据段中所说慕尼黑法院判的德意志银行（而不是布鲁尔先生）限期支付赔偿金，由此可排除D。文中提到，没有迹象表明阿克曼先生个人从中获利，由此可确定答案应为B。


  10. D 主旨题。通读全文可知，文章虽然在第二段提到了德意志银行优秀的业绩，但其他段落描述的却都是该行所面临的困境，优秀的业绩并不是本文的重点，故可排除A；文中只提到了德意志银行的问题，B项将之扩大到了全德国的银行，故可排除；C项属于无中生有，排除；故选D。


  Passage 3


  美国经济研究局的研究助手George Borjas分析了1968年到2000年期间大量获得科学与工程专业博士学位的外国学生对这些领域博士的工资产生的影响。他采用了“博士学位调查”和“博士学位获得者调查”中的数据。Borjas指出，在20世纪70年代，获得科学与工程博士学位的人中有将近20%都是想要留在美国的外国留学生。到20世纪90年代的时候，这个数字已经超过33％。


  然而，在各个科学与工程学领域中外国博士生的分布并不均匀。在20世纪90年代，土木工程专业一半以上的博士学位都由想留在美国的外国留学生获得，然而，在心理学领域只有5%；在健康和相关科学领域约为17%；在生物科学领域则超过27％；在电子和机械工程领域大约为49％。


  随着获得博士学位人数的增加，在一些领域博士们把博士后任命作为他们的第一份工作，而不是开始从事一种更稳妥、收入更高的固定工作，这已经变得越来越普遍。年轻的博士数量在生物科学领域约占29％左右，在物理学领域则超过17%，而化学领域差不多达10％。然而，平均来看，40岁以下的博士后的年收入为36,000美元，而被正规任命的博士后的平均工资大约是每年65,900美元。根据2000年的人口财产调查，25岁至29岁之间具有本科学历的美国人平均收入是33,000美元；30岁至34岁之间的收入是42,300美元。简而言之，博士后的收入与获得博士学位所需的额外学习年限应得的回报不成正比。


  外来移民对那些非博士后的工资似乎也有影响。在1993年到2001年间，外来移民使所有领域的博士学位平均增加了将近14%。科学或工程领域具有博士学位的普通工人工资下降了将近4%。在一些领域，影响则更大。外来移民使计算机科学和机械工程的博士学位增加了36%，导致工资降低了近10%。总而言之，外国留学生的流入使科学和工程领域博士的工资增长减少了大约40%。


  Borjas指出，博士学位的低回报可能会促使那些出生在美国的优秀本科生去从事那些工资没有受到外国移民影响的职业。结果，那些雇用大量博士后的研究实验室将会发现，“本国人不愿意做外来移民者做的工作”，至少不能以他们所提供的工资。这就使实验室迫切需要从国外引入人才，结果导致博士的工资将继续被压低。Borjas警告说，以为降低博士的工资一定是糟糕的政策，这将是一个错误。尽管，外来移民可能会减少美国博士的经济收入，但人口中具有更为熟练技能的劳动力可能会加速科学发现。如果是这样的话，从具有高技能的外来移民身上获得的总体收益将会很大。


  11. C 推断题。文章首句提到，Borjas分析了1968至2000年间在美国获得科学和工程博士学位的留学生其人数之多对这些领域里博士的工资产生的影响，而并不是分析攻读博士学位的留学生对博士工资的广泛影响，故排除A。该段提到，Borjas利用了两项调查的数据，可见其分析并非只是基于自己的研究和数据，故排除B；希望留美的外国博士生并非Borjas分析的重点，故排除D。由原文推断可知，想要分析留学生的人数之多对博士工资的影响，就应该调查某些攻读博士学位的留学生的收入情况，所以C正确。


  12. C 推断题。文章第二段第二句指出，20世纪90年代，超过半数的土木工程博士学位由打算留在美国的留学生获得，在心理学领域其比例仅为5%，在健康及相关科学领域其比例为近17%，在生物科学领域其比例超过27%，在电子和机械工程领域其比例大约为49%，由此可判断出，留学生在心理学博士中所占比例最小，所以C正确。该段首句提到，获得博士学位的留学生在科学和工程各个领域人数分配不平均，而并非是在美国分配不平均，故排除A；由上述数据可知，尽管留学生在博士生中所占比例很大，但大多数博士学位仍为美国学生所得，故排除B；原文并未提到美国学生对电子和机械工程不感兴趣，故排除D。


  13. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。第三段首句提到，随着博士生数量的增多，某些领域的博士生普遍将博士后当成其第一份工作，但文章并未表明博士生数量的增加是博士后增多的主要原因，也未提到大部分博士生都想攻读博士后，故排除A、C；该段通过具体数字说明，年龄在40岁以下的博士后平均年薪为36,000美元，而年龄在30到34岁之间的美国本科毕业生平均年薪为42,300美元，可见博士后并没有比本科生挣得多，故排除B。该段最后提到，博士后所赚取的工资并没有给攻读博士学位所需的教育年限以回报，可见作者认为博士生继续攻读博士后是不明智之举，故选D。


  14. C 推断题。文章第四段提到，1993年到2001年之间，移民使得所有领域的博士毕业生数量平均增加14%，科学或工程领域博士毕业生的工资平均降低近4%，在某些领域造成的影响更大，由此推断，移民可能导致某些领域工资水平的下降，所以C正确。原文并未明确表明移民影响了所有领域的工资水平，故排除A；结合上文和第四段首句可知，移民不只影响了博士后的工资水平，也影响了那些没有攻读博士后的人的工资水平，故排除B；移民确实使得博士毕业生的数量有所增加，但原文并未提到这是移民受欢迎的原因，故排除D。


  15. A 态度题。文章开始介绍了Borjas针对留学生对博士毕业生工资水平的影响所做的分析，分析结果显示，留学生，即移民确实影响了博士毕业生的工资水平；但文章最后指出，Borjas警告说，认为博士毕业生工资的降低必然是不好的可能是个错误，因为拥有技术的人数量的增多使得人们可能在更短的时间内有更多的科学发现，这样说来，从高技术移民中所获得的好处可能非常大。综合可知，Borjas客观评价了移民的影响，并没有明确表明自己是支持、批评还是冷漠的态度，故排除B（批评的）、C（支持的）、D（冷漠的），确定A（客观的）为答案。


  Passage 4


  在过去的20年里，美国老年人残疾情况明显减少。报道称，1984年，25%的老年人没有行为能力，生活不能自理，而1999年，该比率降低了五分之一，下降到20%。虽然这些基本事实众所周知，但是比率为何降低却没有一个清晰的解释。老年残疾人数的减少是不是因为医疗条件的改善、个人行为的改变、为能使老年人更好自理而进行的环境改良、或者其他的人口因素的变化造成的呢？这种趋势是否会持续下去，抑或是有时间限制的？残疾的减少对于老年人多年来的健康生活和从事劳动又意味着什么？


  研究人员戴维·卡特勒、玛丽·贝思·兰德勒姆和凯特·斯图尔特集中论述了心血管疾病引发的残疾，调查了医疗条件的改进在减少残疾中所起的作用。他们只通过心血管疾病这一方面的调查，就能分析出人们面临的健康冲击并计算出具体的结果。心血管疾病是可分析的自然状况，它是美国以及其他大多数发达国家人口死亡的最普遍的原因，而且心血管疾病上的花销比任何其他疾病的花销都高，很显然，对于这一疾病医疗保健真的很重要。


  研究者根据人们日常生活活动能力以及辅助性日常生活活动所产生的损伤来测量残疾，他们的数据来源于“国家长期医疗调查”，其中包括六种日常生活活动衡量标准信息，如：吃饭、睡觉或起床、室内散步、穿衣、洗澡、上厕所；还包括八种辅助性日常生活活动衡量标准，如：做少量的家务或洗衣、准备膳食、购买杂货、室外散步、理财、吃药和打电话。国家长期医疗调查是一项全国性纵向调查，调查65岁以上（包括65岁）老人的健康和残疾状况。


  卡特勒以及他的合作者发现，与心血管疾病相关的残疾的减少在整个残疾比率的下降中占很大一部分，即在14％到22%之间。这表明，医疗保健的提高，包括相关医疗程序和药物使用率的提高，可以大大降低残疾比率。在那些高度运用医疗程序和药物的地区，残疾和死亡比率就大大降低了。


  虽然缺乏有关残疾减少的精确数据还没有计算出来，但残疾率下降的潜在影响是惊人的。研究人员估计，在一次急性心血管事件之后可以预防残疾从而增加生活品质调整后预期寿命3.7年，或者相当于31.6万美元的价值。而要达到这种效果所花的费用相对要少得多，心血管疾病前期治疗只需花费大约8,610至16,332美元，费用取决于所采用的医疗程序。其次，近年来医疗支出分析表明，每年花在健康人身上的费用要比花在残疾人身上的费用少，这说明更高的医疗费用可以通过降低更健康人群的在未来的花销来抵消。因此，通过实际任何一种测算方法，研究人员得出结论，急性心血管疾病后期的医疗技术是值得投入的。


  16. A 推断题。第一段首句提到，过去20年间美国老年人中的残疾情况已大大减少，作者随后列举了一连串数据in 1984, 25 percent...by 1999，20 percent，one-fifth，进而就数据提出了一系列问题。由此推断，作者是通过引用数据来引入文章主题的，故选A。虽然该段引用的两组数据容易给人以比较的感觉，但结合下文可知，此处并不是在比较1984年和1999年的情况，而是在强调残障情况减少这一事实，故排除C。


  17. B 推断题。文章第二段指出，三位研究人员关注于由心血管疾病导致的残疾，来研究改善的医疗保健对残障情况减少的影响，推断可知，研究者的目的就在于研究改善的医疗保健对残障情况减少的影响，所以B正确，其中的examine一词就相当于原文中的investigate。由心血管疾病导致的残疾是研究者的关注点，而并非其目的，故排除A；分析心血管疾病及其结果，以及研究导致心血管疾病的原因也并非研究者的目的，故排除C、D。


  18. B 推断题。第三段指出，ADL的六个衡量标准为：吃饭、睡觉或起床、在室内走动、穿衣、洗澡以及上厕所，而IADL的八个衡量标准为：做少量家务或洗衣、做饭、购买杂货、在室外走动、理财、吃药以及打电话。由此推断，IADL的衡量标准要比ADL的衡量标准复杂一些，所以B正确。该段介绍了ADL和IADL不同的衡量标准，故排除A；该段提到，NLTCS是研究人员的数据来源，但并未说明NLTCS只为IADLs或ADLs提供资料，所以排除C、D两项。


  19. C 推断题。文章第四段提到，研究者发现，与心血管疾病相关的残障情况的减少占到了所有残障情况减少的很大一部分，证据显示，包括增加运用相关医疗程序以及医药品在内的医疗保健方面的改善，是此类残障情况减少的原因，可见B、D两项都不够全面，所以C正确。文章并未提到心血管疾病的发病率有所降低，故排除A。


  20. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章最后一段首句指出，残障情况的减少可能造成的影响是惊人的，可见其影响已经确定，故排除A；该段接下来提到，治疗急性心血管疾病的花费与其节省的费用相比要少得多，故排除C；倒数第二句提到，最近的花费分析表明，每年非残疾人士的医疗保险花费要低于残疾人士，这意味着增高的治疗费用可能被将来为更为健康的人群支付较少的医疗花费所抵消，故排除B，确定D为答案。

第四章　文化教育


  文化教育文章的难度不亚于其他类别，这部分在真题中的比例是16%。在探讨一些学科类观点演变和构成等问题时，总能涉及平时很难见到的专业词汇。文章的论述部分分析深刻，多以议论文的体裁出现，一般要多注意主题句以及句子之间的关系。文化主要涉及传记写作、冷僻学科的讲解、文化边缘、考古学研究、宗教与科学的较量、成长与冒险等方面的问题，比起四六级相同类型文章所讨论的音乐、穿衣文化、企业文化等话题难度要大很多。


  在教育方面，会探讨传统教育面临的困境，探索先进的教学理念，批判应试教育的弊端，或是现代教育方式的不现实等等。还会讨论与教育相关的一些问题，比如对先进教学设施使用的利弊，现代学生面临的问题，将来要面对的前景都作出分析。语言非常专业，长难句颇多，也会融合多方面如历史、科技、法律等因素来展开文章。


  从出题角度来看，它对各题型的考查比较全面，较为侧重对细节的理解。

Thus Edgar Allan Poe opened his story of The Fall of the House of Usher in 1839. In this beautifully crafted sentence he captured so much that is essential to the horror story: darkness, ominous solitude, foreboding calm, apprehension and uncertainty, and a deep feeling of melancholy that could soon turn to fear.


  Many kinds of fiction are self-explanatory: mysteries, Westerns, love stories, spy thrillers, and science fiction define themselves by the terms used to name them. The horror story is less easily defined, perhaps because other types of fiction so often use the trappings of terror to enhance their plots. Charles Dickens used the vehicle of an old-fashioned ghost story to tell A Christmas Carol, but that book is not a horror story. Nor does a Grimm brothers' fairy tale such as Hansel and Gretel, with its child devouring witch, belong to the genre.


  The nature of the horror story is best indicated by the title of the 1980s television series Tales from the Darkside. Human beings have always acknowledged that there is evil in the world and a dark side to human nature that cannot be explained except perhaps in religious terms. This evil may be imagined as having an almost unlimited power to inspire anxiety, fear, dread, and terror in addition to doing actual physical and mental harm.


  In the tale of horror quite ordinary people are confronted by something unknown and fearful, which can be neither understood nor explained in reasonable terms. It is the emphasis on the unreasonable that lies at the heart of horror stories.


  This kind of literature arose in the 18th century at the start of a movement called Romanticism. The movement was a reaction against a rational, orderly world in which humanity was basically good and everything could be explained scientifically. The literary type that inspired the horror story is Gothic fiction, tales of evil, often set in sinister medieval surroundings. This original kind of horror fiction has persisted to the present.

  What is postmodernism? Firstly, postmodernism was a movement in architecture that rejected the modernist, avant-garde, passion for the new.


  Few terms have been subject to such intense debates as “postmodernism”. Though its indiscriminate use has all but exhausted the word of any kind of precise meaning, one can distinguish three major usages: （i）to refer to the non-realist and non-traditional literature and art of the post-World War II period; （ii）to refer to literature and art which takes certain modernist characteristics to an extreme stage, a view propounded in John Barth's “The Literature of Exhaustion”; and （iii）to refer to a more general human condition in the “late-capitalist” world of the post 1950s, a period marked by the end of what Jean-Francois Lyotard calls the grand “meta-narratives” of western culture. ① The myths by which we once legitimized knowledge and practice—Christianity, Science, Democracy, Communism, Progress, no longer have the unquestioning support necessary to sustain the projects which were undertaken in their name, resulting in a radical decentring of our cultural sphere. ② It is not simply that the postmodernism does not believe in “truth” so much that it understands truth and meaning as historically constructed and thus seeks to expose the mechanisms by which this production is hidden and “naturalized”.


  Among the modernist devices which postmodernism pushes to a new extreme are: the rejection of mimetic representation in favor of a self-referential “playing” with the forms, conventions and icons of “high art” and literature; the rejection of the cult of originality in recognition of the inevitable loss of origin in the age of mass production; the rejection of plot and character as meaningful artistic conventions; and the rejection of meaning itself as misleading.


  However, where modernism thought of itself as a last ditch attempt to shore up, like Eliot's Fisher King, the ruins of western culture, postmodernists often joyfully accept its demise and plunder its remains for their artistic materials. Andy Warhol's multiple images of Marilyn Monroe and Kathy Acker's re-writing of Cervantes' Don Quixote are representatives of the postmodernist trend toward to bricolage, the use of the bits and pieces of older artifacts to produce a new, if not “original”, work of art, a work which blurs the traditional distinctions between the old and the new even as it blurs those between high and low art.

  One of the most exciting and enriching experiences a person can have is that of living abroad. Whether one spends a year away or many, living abroad is the first opportunity one has to stand on the outside of one's country and look in, to compare cultures, procedures, mentalities, etc. We in the U.S.A. do very little REAL travelling abroad, much less living, and this bent toward isolation is probably detrimental to us in the long run. Living abroad, however, works better when it is a choice and not an obligation. I know of several cases in which a few people were persuaded by others that the solutions to their domestic problems lay in living abroad. In these cases, it was the wrong advice. These people were, for the most part, like fish out of the bowl and overall, everything went wrong and only a few things right.


  What country and what part of the world should one choose? Here, personal interests and/or curiosity enter the picture. Additionally, one need not think in terms of a single country but two or three. It is easier, of course, to get in and out of a “Western World” or “Christian” country since these usually share our sense of values, also, a country traditionally and firmly considered a political ally is an option, such as Japan. Even it is fairly “westernized”.


  After choosing several candidate countries, one should do research as extensively as possible on these countries. Contact with the embassies needs to be made in order to find out the degree of difficulty in getting a visa or permit to work. What kind of work is available? Which professions and/or occupations are needed most? How do the answers to these questions tie in with your profession or occupation? Many of the long-term or permanent expats （The term doesn't necessarily mean unpatriotic!）in any given country usually married foreigners or “locals” and, as a result, enjoy the privilege of having TWO countries in which to live.


  One of the countries might be more favorable than the other due to factors such as jobs, lifestyle, cultural interests, pace of living, climate, the couple's ages, etc. One who is ambitious in a material sense is unlikely to go and spend five to ten years in a country that pays poor wages, yet the same country might be appropriate for the person who is ambitious to achieve greater depth in culture, academics, spirituality, languages, etc.

  Motivation is a strong ingredient in fiction. Whether it's part of the plot in novels or screenplays, it excites readers to keep turning pages, especially when you have strong obstacles standing in the way of a character's dreams.


  Watching movies today, the strongest motivation very often shows up in plots about sports. A new coach wants his team to hit the big time after floundering for years. They're at the bottom of the league; any lower and there'd be no team. The new coach has arrived full of fiery ideas about winning and ways to motivate his beaten down team. I'm sure you've seen many movies like this.


  It doesn't matter whether it's about baseball, football, swimming, hockey—as in America's Team: those who took every medal in the Olympics—or any other sport. These movies are inspiring and what I call “feel good” movies. And let's not forget The Karate Kid series.


  However, if you'll notice, in these plots winning wasn't easy. Team members had been so beaten down and humiliated by other teams during games that they've lost confidence and fight the coach every step of the way. Or something takes place with the league they're in and they might not be allowed to play. Showing the fiery nature of the opposing coach and teams also makes for good motivation. As does injuries that might keep the key player out of the game.


  Obstacles can be anything from bad weather to poor equipment. Bad weather matters when you're taking a solo trip in a yacht across the world. This is the obstacle and it's realistic, making the character more sympathetic.


  Character motivation can at times seem unrealistic—as in Legally Blonde. The main character wants to graduate from law school to show up her ex-boyfriend. The biggest obstacle in this plot is the character herself. She's seen as a dizzy girl who thinks of nothing but fashion, her girlfriends, her little dog. She's giddy, and acts stupid. How can she pull this off? The fact that she did makes this another “feel good”movie. And movie goers were anxious to see the next installment.


  Motivation has to be a strong driving force in any movie. However, if a character just goes ahead and achieves his goals without a hitch, it's boring. It's when that character is confronted by strong obstacles that a novel or movie becomes inspiring.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  “那年秋天在一个阴霾、昏暗而幽静的日子里，天空的云压得很低，感觉很沉闷。我一整天一人独自骑着马穿过异常沉闷的乡村地域，最后发现自己在黄昏来临之时，置身于忧郁的“恶舍古厦”。1938年，作家埃德加·阿伦·波由此开始了他的恐怖故事《厄舍古屋的倒塌》，在这句构思巧妙的话语中他抓住了恐怖故事的精髓：昏暗、不祥的孤独与幽静、忧惧与狐疑、一种转瞬间能令人毛骨悚然的强烈的抑郁感。


  许多的小说种类都是不言自明的，如神秘小说、西部小说、爱情故事、间谍惊险故事、科幻小说等，这些小说的名字就已经定义了它们的内在本质。恐怖故事不太好定义，这或许是因为其他类型的小说也经常使用恐怖陷阱来加强情节的吸引力。查尔斯·狄更斯借助于一个过时的鬼故事来讲述《圣诞欢歌》，但是这本书并不是恐怖故事，就连格林兄弟描述吃儿童的巫婆的神话故事《奇幻森林历险记》也不属于这一体裁。


  20世纪80年代的电视连续剧《大小精灵》真正反映了恐怖故事的实质。人类总是认为世界上存在邪恶、人性存在阴暗的一面，而且这些邪恶和阴暗只可能从宗教的角度进行解释。邪恶由此可能被人们想像成一种超然的力量，给人带来焦虑、害怕、恐慌和恐惧，并且给人的身心造成真正的伤害。


  在恐怖小说中，很普通的人会遇到一些他们不知道且感到害怕的事情，这些事情他们根据常理无法理解，也无法解释。这种不可理喻性正是恐怖小说的核心。


  恐怖故事这种文学体裁兴起于18世纪被称为浪漫主义的运动浪潮开始之际，这次运动反对合理有序的世界，在这个世界里人性本质上是好的，一切事物皆可以得到科学的解释。激发恐怖情绪的文学体裁是哥特式小说、邪恶传说，经常以邪恶的中世纪环境为背景，这种原始的恐怖小说模式一直持续到现在。


  1. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章第一段第三句中的beautifully是用来修饰crafted的，用于表示阿伦·波造出了一个漂亮的句子，而不是说他将对美的描述融入恐怖故事中，因而排除A；该句接着指出，阿伦·波运用了许多恐怖故事的基本元素，但并未说他用到了恐怖故事中几乎所有的典型描述，因此排除B；文章并未提及阿伦·波是恐怖小说之父，故排除C；第一段最后一句提到，阿伦·波在其小说中表达了一种极为忧郁的情绪，推断可知，他在讲述恐怖故事时加入了一抹悲伤的色彩，故选D。


  2. D 语义题。由被考查句之后的冒号可知，该句是对下文的具体说明，即神秘小说、西方小说、爱情故事、间谍故事和科幻小说都通过各自的名称来界定各自描述的内容。由此推断，许多小说可以通过所属类别来确定大致内容，故选D。其余三项A（易于理解）、B（是针对普通读者的）和C（通常利用恐惧来发展情节）均与原文不符。


  3. B 推断题。文章第三段第二句提到，人类一直承认，世上存在邪恶，人性存在阴暗面，而这阴暗面可能只能用宗教术语来解释，由此推断，恐怖小说所基于的假设是人性本恶，所以B正确。


  4. A 推断题。文章第四段最后一句明确指出，对不合理事物或情形的强调是恐怖故事的核心，由此推断，造就恐怖故事最重要的因素是不合理性，故选A。选项B（忧郁）、C（不确定性）和D（悬念）均与原文不符。


  5. A 主旨题。纵观全文，文章第一段通过阿伦·波的小说引出恐怖小说这个话题，第二段说明恐怖小说不好定义，第三到第五段则都在论述恐怖小说的实质，综合可知，文章主要介绍了恐怖小说及其本质，所以A正确。其余三项说法片面，没能概括文章的全部内容。


  Passage 2


  什么是后现代主义？首先，后现代主义是建筑学领域的一场运动，它摒弃了现代主义者、先锋派对新事物的酷爱。


  很少有术语像“后现代主义”这样受到如此激烈的争论。虽然这个词语的滥用几乎使其失去了准确的意义，但可以从三个主要用途加以区分：（1）指二战后期的非现实主义和非传统文学和艺术；（2）指把一定的现代主义者的特征发挥到极致的文学和艺术，这是John Barth在《枯竭的文学》中提出的观点；（3）指的是二十世纪五十年代后期“后资本家”世界中更普遍的一种人类状况，这个阶段始于Jean-Francois Lyotard所称的西方文化的“元叙事”的末期。通过这些说法，我们曾经宣布一些知识和实践是合法的——基督教、科学、民主、共产主义、进步。这些说法不再对那些以他们名义实施的项目有必要的支持，这导致我们的文化领域急剧分散。有说法认为，后现代主义不相信“真理”，把真理和意义理解成历史建构的，因此寻求隐藏和“移植”这一产物的机制。事情并非如此简单。


  后现代主义把现代主义者的构思推向新的极致：摒弃了对“高潮艺术”和文学形式、惯例和画像等有自我参考价值东西的模仿；摒弃了大生产时代在认知起源必然损失上的狂热；摒弃了那些意味深长的艺术习俗的情节和人物；摒弃了本身很困惑的意思。


  然而，现代主义认为其本身是支持西方文化遗产的最后一次努力，如埃利奥特的《渔王》，后现代主义者经常愉快地接受了现代主义遗留下的东西并把它们拿过来作为他们的艺术素材。安迪·沃霍尔对玛丽莲·梦露多重形象的刻画和凯西·爱克尔对塞万提斯·唐吉诃德的改写都是后现代主义者用现有材料进行创作的典型代表，这种方法就是利用古老艺术物的碎片创作出一个新的艺术品，如果不能算是“原创”的话。这种艺术品模糊了旧艺术品与新艺术品的传统区别，甚至模糊了高雅艺术和低级艺术的传统区别。


  6. D 推断题。文章第一段首先提出问题：什么是后现代主义，然后给出了答案：首先，后现代注意是建筑学的一项运动，该运动拒绝现代主义、前卫和对新事物的激情，由此推断，作者是以下定义的方式来引出文章主题的，故选D。


  7. B 推断题。第二段第二句提到，“后现代主义”这个词由于被滥用而失去了准确的含义，但人们可以区分出其三个主要的用法，由此推断，后现代主义应该可以被分为三种用法，所以B正确。原文并未提到还没有给出后现代主义的定义，故排除A；该段第二句提到，后现代主义文学艺术将现代主义的某些特征发展到了极致，由此可知，后现代主义并非抵制现代主义的文学艺术作品，故排除C；该段最后一句提到，后现代主义不是简单地不相信“真理”，其中truth是带引号的，这表明它实际上还是不相信真理的，故排除D。


  8. A 细节题。文章第三段指出，后现代主义将现代主义的一些手法推向了新的极致，具体包括：抵制模仿手法，赞同轻率对待形式、惯例、高雅艺术和文学；抵制对创意的崇拜，承认在大规模生产时代不可避免地会缺失创意；抵制作为艺术惯例的情节和人物；抵制令人误解的意义本身。选项中只有A与原文相符，而大规模生产、高雅艺术和艺术惯例显然都不是后现代主义抵制的手法，故排除B、C、D。


  9. C 推断题。由题干关键词Andy Warhol定位到文章最后一段。该段提到，安迪·沃霍尔和凯西·爱克尔的作品是后现代主义bricolage风潮的代表作，即沿用前人作品中的零碎片段来创造出新的艺术作品，即便这些作品不是独创的，此类作品模糊了新旧艺术以及高雅和低俗艺术之间的传统界限，由此推断，作者以安迪·沃霍尔的作品为例旨在说明后现代主义的特点，所以C正确。


  10. C 态度题。通读整篇文章可知，作者客观地介绍了后现代主义的定义、使用范围，后现代主义与现代主义的联系和区别，后现代主义的特点等，文章比较全面地阐明了有关后现代主义的方方面面，并没有体现出褒贬或讽刺的意味，可见作者对待后现代主义的态度是客观的，故选C。


  Passage 3


  一个人能拥有的最令人兴奋和最长阅历的经历之一就是在国外生活。无论是一年还是许多年，在国外生活是一个人第一次站在国门外审视自己的国家，进行文化、程序、思想等方面的比较。在美国我们很少真正去国外旅游，到国外生活就更少了。从长远来看，这种倾向于孤立的状态对我们来说很有可能是有害的。然而，当在国外生活是一种选择而不是一种义务时，情况要好得多。我了解的几个例子中，一些人说服他人说解决国内问题的最好办法就是移居国外。在这些例子中，这是个错误的建议。在很大程度上，这些人就像离开水的鱼，总体来看，所有的事情都有问题，只有一些是对的。


  应该选择哪个国家和哪个地区呢？这里应该考虑的是个人的兴趣和/或好奇心。此外，不应该只考虑一个国家，而是两三个国家。当然，出入一个“西方世界”或“基督教国家”要容易些，因为他们通常和我们的价值观相同。而且，一个国家传统上会把明确地政治联盟看作是一种选择，比如日本。即使它也是相当“西方化的”。


  在选定几个备选国家之后，应该尽可能广泛地调查这些国家。需要与这些国家的大使馆联系，以确定得到签证或工作许可的难易程度。要确定这些国家能够提供哪种工作？他们最需要哪些专业或职业？这些问题的答案与你的专业和职业有怎样的关系？许多长期或永久移居国外者（这并不一定就说他们不爱国！）通常会与外国人或当地人结婚，这样的话，他们就能享受在两个国家居住的特权。


  其中的一个国家可能会因为工作、生活方式、文化兴趣、生活节奏、气候和配偶的年龄等因素比另外一个国家更受人欢迎。一个对物质生活要求很高的人是不可能去一个工资水平很低的国家居住5到10年的，然而，同样的国家或许更适合一个对文化、学术、精神生活和语言等方面有较高兴趣的人。


  11. C 语义题。文章第一段首先提到居住在国外的好处，接下来被考查词所在句提到“我们美国人很少进行真正的出国旅行，更别说在国外居住了，从长远来看，这种与世隔绝的倾向可能对我们是____”。下文是讲到外国居住需注意的问题，可推断作者对出国居住是持赞同观点的，由此可推断，作者认为很少到国外旅行及居住是有害处的。所以C（有害的）正确。


  12. D 推断题。文章第一段第二句指出，居住在国外使得一个人第一次有机会处于自己的国家之外，对比不同国家的文化、办事程序、思想等，由此推断，居住在国外可以促进文化交流，所以D正确。该段第三句提到，美国人很少出国旅行，更别说在国外居住了，可见在国外居住并非许多美国人的首选，故排除A；第四句指出，当居住在国外是一种选择而非义务时，其效果会好得多，可见居住在国外不仅是一种选择，也可能是本人不得已而为之的“义务”，故排除C；该段最后提到，把国内解决不了的问题寄予到国外居住来解决是错误的建议，但并非所有出国居住的建议都是错误的，故排除B。


  13. A 细节题。文章第二段开头提到，在选择国家时，首先要考虑个人的兴趣或好奇心所在，可见应该选择自己感兴趣的国家，所以A正确。该段还提到，对于美国人来说，到一个西方国家或信奉基督教的国家居住相对要容易一些，并不是如B选项所说，要选择不同信仰的国家，故排除B；该段接着说道，到日本等政治联盟国家居住也比较容易，而并非政治体系相同的国家，故排除C；原文并未提到要选择在同一大陆上的国家，故排除D。


  14. B 推断题。文章第三段第二句提到，应该和大使馆联系以便确定拿到签证或工作许可的困难程度，由此推断，在选定候选国家之后，应该从大使馆获取适当的信息，故选B。该段首句提到，应尽可能多地去了解选定的国家，但调查有关这些国家的一切显然是不可能的，故排除A；由该段可知，预测在候选国家的就业情况应基于自己调查或从大使馆获得的信息，故排除C。和当地人结婚是某些定居在国外的人的做法，故排除D。


  15. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。最后一段首句提到，工作、生活方式、文化兴趣、生活节奏、气候等都是选择一个国家的因素，但并未表明工作和生活方式是最重要的因素，故排除A；该段接下来提到注重物质条件的人不可能去薪水较低的国家待5到10年，然而同样的国家却可能适合想要在文化、学术、语言等方面有所作为的人，可见在文化和学术方面有抱负的人可能在薪水较低的国家长期居住，故排除B、C，确定D为答案。


  Passage 4


  动机是小说的一个重要元素，无论是作为小说情节还是电影剧本的一部分，它能够引发读者持续阅读的兴趣，尤其是当剧中人物的梦想遭遇阻碍时，它更能引发读者的好奇。


  纵览当今电影，在情节上动机表达最为强烈的非运动片莫属。一位新教练希望他所带团队在失败多年后重振雄风。这些队员处于联合会的底层，次得不能再次，勉强凑成一队。新教练上台，有很大的抱负，有着如何激发队员斗志的各式想法。我确信你看过很多类似的电影。


  无论是棒球队、足球队、游泳队、曲棍球队——又如在奥林匹克运动会上取得奖杯的美国队一样——或者其他任何运动团队都不重要。这些电影使人很受鼓舞，因此我把它们称作为“感觉不错”的电影。当然，别忘了《龙威小子》系列，它也是其中之一。


  然而，如果你注意到了的话，你会发现在这些电影情节中最终胜利都来之不易。队员们在比赛中被其他队打得一败涂地，颜面丢尽，因而他们已经丧失信心，处处与新教练作对，或是在联合会中发生了某件事情，使得他们可能丧失参赛资格。充分表现对手教练及队员的急躁的性格也是这类电影表达动机的很好方式，就比如队员因为激烈争斗而受伤可能使得队伍中的关键队员被迫退出比赛。


  运动员所遭遇的阻碍可以指任何东西，如天气不好、设备差等。如果你独自乘游艇去周游世界，坏天气就有可能影响到你的进程，这当然算是障碍，而且是很现实的，这使得人物更值得同情。


  人物动机有时是不现实的，如在《律政俏佳人》中，故事主人公希望能从法学院毕业以羞辱她的前男友。剧情的最大障碍是女主人公自己。在别人看来她是个愚蠢的女孩，只关注时髦、她的女性朋友以及她的小狗。她很轻浮，而且看起来很蠢。那她是如何取得成功的呢？她所做的一切使这个片子变成又一部“感觉不错”的电影，而且观众急切想看到下一部。


  任何电影中的动机都是一种强大的驱动力量。如果剧中人物没有遇到任何阻碍就成功了，这部片子就没有意思了。只有剧中人物在事件的发展过程中遇到强力阻挠的时候，小说或电影才会振奋人心。


  16. A 推断题。文章开篇提到，动机是小说创作中一个非常主要的因素，无论是小说或是电影剧本中的动机，都可以刺激读者不断翻页，由此推断，动机可以激起读者继续阅读小说或剧本的兴趣，所以A正确。重要因素（strong ingredient）并不等于基础（foundation），故排除B、C；文中没有提到动机可以让电影变成热门，故排除D。


  17. C 语义题。被考查短语所在句意为“新来的教练希望他的队伍在失败多年后可以____”。随后作者对此作出了解释：这支队伍在联盟中一直排在末位，雄心勃勃的新教练非常希望他的队伍能够取得胜利。由此推断，hit the big time应与flounder（挣扎，挫败）意思相反，与win意思相近，所以C正确。


  18. B 推断题。文章第三段最后提到，这些电影鼓舞人心，作者将其称为feel good电影，作者接着提到“不要忘了《龙威小子》系列电影”，由此推断，《龙威小子》应该是鼓舞人心的励志电影，所以B正确。


  19. C 推断题。本题可采用排除法。倒数第二段开始提到，角色动机“有时”看起来是不切实际的，但并非总是不切实际的，故排除A；该段提到《律政俏佳人》中的角色动机看起来就不切实际，但主人公使得该电影成为另一部励志电影，电影观众也期待能够看到续集，由此推断，这部电影应该很成功，故排除B；第四段最后提到，真实的障碍使得角色更加让人同情，由此推断，电影中设置更多障碍可以让观众更加同情电影中的人物，所以C正确。原文并未提到电影中的人物总是困难重重，故排除D。


  20. A 主旨题。文章首句点明了全文的中心：动机是小说创作中一个重要的因素；随后作者通过励志电影对这一主题进行说明，由此可知，整篇文章是围绕动机在小说及电影中的作用展开的，所以A正确。文中没有给出动机的定义，故排除B；文章也并未明确表明电影和体育的关系，或动机和体育的关系，故排除C、D。

  Where is the second centre of Hollywood film making in Europe, after London? Paris, or perhaps Berlin? Try Prague. Last year, Hollywood spent over$200 million on shooting movies, commercials and pop videos in the Czech capital. This year, all the big studios will be in town. MGM has Hart's War starring Bruce Willis, Disney is shooting Black Sheep with Anthony Hopkins, and Fox has just finished filming From Hell, a Jack the Ripper saga starring Johnny Depp.


  Praguers take Tinseltown in their stride. Old ladies looked only slightly bemused last month when the cobbled streets of Mala Strana, Prague's old quarter, were cleared of real snow and sprayed with a more cinematically pleasing chemical alternative for Universal's Bourne Identity, a $50 million thriller starring Matt Damon. The film's producer, Pat Crowley, reckons a day filming in Prague costs him $l00,000, against $250,000 in Paris. Czech crews, he says, are professional, English-speaking and numerous. They are also a bargain—40% cheaper than similar crews in London or Los Angeles, points out Matthew Stillman, the British boss of Stillking, a Prague-based production firm.


  Mr. Stillman founded Stillking in 1993 after arriving in Prague with $500 and a typewriter. Today, Hollywood producers come to the company for crews, catering, lights and much more. It claims to have about half of the local film-production business and this year hopes for revenues of over $50 million.


  The biggest draw to Prague, however, is Barrandov—one of the largest film studios in Europe, with 11 sound stages, onsite photo labs and top-notch technicians. It was founded during Czechoslovakia's pre-war first republic by Milos Havel, an uncle of the present Czech president, Vaclav Havel. The Nazis expanded it as a production centre for propaganda flicks—the sound stages are courtesy of Joseph Goebbels. Then came the Communists with their own propaganda and, admittedly, a few impressive homegrown directors such as Milos Forman, who began Hollywood's march to Prague by filming Amadeus there.


  But it is partly thanks to Barrandov that Prague remains some way behind London as a film centre. The studio has suffered from iffy management and is already stretched to capacity（“You can't even get an office there,” moans one producer.）. Its present owner, a local steel company, is keen to sell but talks with a Canadian consortium have been thorny, not least because the Czech government holds a golden share. Should the Canadian deal fall through? Stillking says it would consider a bid of its own.

  Opponents of affirmative action say the battle over the use of race in college admissions is hardly over, despite the Supreme Court's ruling Monday upholding the goal of a diverse student body. Higher education leaders overwhelmingly hailed the decision, saying it reaffirmed policies used by most selective colleges and universities. But some critics raised the possibility of more lawsuits, and promised to continue pressuring the Department of Education's Office of Civil Rights to investigate questionable policies. “We're talking about admissions programs, scholarships, and any program...only for minorities or in which the standards used to judge admissions are substantially different,” says Linda Chavez, founder and president of the Center for Equal Opportunity, a conservative non-profit group.


  Others say they'll take their case to voters. “We have to seriously contest all this at the ballot box,” says University of California regent Ward Connerly, who helped win voter approval of California's Proposition 209, which prohibits considering race or gender in public education, hiring and contracting. Because of that law, Monday's ruling had no practical impact in the state. “It may be time for us to...let the （Michigan）voters decide if they want to use race as a factor in admissions,” Connerly said Monday.


  Meanwhile, U.S. Education Secretary Rod Paige, consistent with President Bush's stance opposing affirmative action, said the Department of Education will “continue examining and highlighting effective race-neutral approaches to ensure broad access to and diversity within our public institutions”. Even Supreme Court Justice Sandra Day O'Connor, in one of the opinions, recommended that states look for lessons in race-neutral programs being tried in California and elsewhere. While the ruling said admissions officials may consider race in the selection process, colleges and universities are not obligated to do so. “Ultimately in the debate, diversity is a choice, not a legal mandate,” says Arthur Coleman, a former Department of Education official who now helps colleges and universities ensure constitutional policies.


  The public, too, remains conflicted, largely along racial lines. According to a January poll by the non-profit research organization Public Agenda, 79% of Americans said it is important for colleges to have a racially diverse student body, while just 54% said affirmative action programs should continue. In a Gallup poll conducted days before the ruling, 49% of adults said they favor affirmative action and 43% did not, with blacks and Hispanics far more likely to favor the practice than whites. And some educators doubt that with Monday's ruling, those opposing affirmative action will change their minds.


  For now, admissions officials and university lawyers are poring over the ruling to determine how or whether to adjust policies. While most tend to be closed-mouthed about admissions policies, many say they don't expect significant changes.

  To complain that Britons, and most other English-speakers, perform dismally at foreign languages—especially when compared with continental Europeans—is probably to state the obvious. The startling news is that the chasm may be widening fast, as Britain's linguistic duds see less need for the gift of tongues and almost everybody else sees more.


  Indeed, the gap has been growing for a while. According to Grant Thornton, a business consultancy, as many as 44% of British executives were prepared, back in 1992, to make the possibly optimistic claim they could negotiate in a foreign language. A decade later, the figure had dropped to 28%.


  And at least in the short term, ignorance will probably deepen. When British schools reopen next month, they will no longer be obliged to teach at least one language to children of 14 and over. Before reaching that age, children will, as before, face three years of language learning—but on present trends, the vast majority will give up the struggle as soon as they have the chance.


  Does that mean that Britain's Department for Education and Skills has given up the struggle too? Not at all, it insists. There will be a new focus on encouraging children to learn languages when they are most receptive, between the ages of seven and 11.


  There is some sense in that; at seven, children can mimic the sound of foreign languages easily, and they are easily amused by songs, games and visual effects. Linda Parker from the Association for Language Learning, a teachers' lobby, says there have been “very encouraging results” from the effort to make tiny Brits chant in French or yodel along in German. The idea is that if children are introduced to languages at a tender age, they will be more likely to pursue them as teenagers and beyond.


  Already, the optimists insist, there is a rise in the number of British university students opting for courses which are partly linguistic—French and marketing, for example. Pure language degrees have been declining in popularity.


  But it may be that ignorance has passed the point of no return. A recruitment firm, Office Angels, recently polled 1,500 British workers and found that 20% thought “Quelle heure est-il?” meant “What day of the week is it?”


  A spokesperson for Office Angels felt unable, when invited, to offer any comment on what the word “angel” means to hundreds of millions of Muslims, Christians and Jews who believe in invisible heavenly powers. “For us, an angel is just an ideal person to have in the office.” Partly right, as a struggling British teacher might say.

  Some of the most basic concepts of psychology were defined by Sigmund Freud and two of his followers, Alfred Adler and Carl Gustav Jung.


  Sigmund Freud, an Australian neurologist, was the founder of psychoanalysis and, some would say, of modern psychology itself. The main hypothesis of Freud's theory is that human behavior is determined primarily by unconscious motives. These unconscious motives can be discovered through the use of free association, that is, through talking out problems with the patient.


  Freud's theory of personality involved three broad areas of investigation into human behavior: structural, dynamic, and developmental. Structurally, Freud divided the human personality into id, ego, and superego. The id is the completely unconscious part of self. It is the repository of one's instinctual needs and drives. Freud suggested that it consisted of everything psychological that was inherited.


  The ego is the rational aspect of the personality. It governs the impulsive needs created by the id and decides which needs can and will be satisfied according to the conditions of the environment.


  The superego is the conscience, the ethical or moral aspect of personality. It is formed by the traditional values and ideals of the society or culture in which a person is born. The superego strives for the ideal. The “conscience” part provides guilt feelings when moral values are violated. The “ego ideal” part provides feelings of pride when the self acts in consonance with traditional values of the group.


  Freud's dynamic concepts involved instinct, libido, and anxiety. Generally, we term behavior as instinctive if it occurs without any apparent opportunity of its having been learned. Freud's “instinct” differed in that it refers to an inborn bodily condition represented by “wish” and “need”. Libido is descriptive of one's emotional or psychic energy. This energy enables life “instincts” to perform their work and is derived from primitive biological urges for example, the sex drive. Thus, the libido is usually goal-directed. Anxiety, in psychological terms, is an uncontrollable state of fear often unrelated to a specific object or event.


  Freud's developmental concepts included identification, displacement, defense mechanisms, and psychosexual stages. Identification labels the behavior of an individual who imitates another person or group （movie star, gangster, etc.）. Displacement occurs when the instinct is blocked and the frustrated energy is then diverted to substitute objects. Defense mechanisms （repression, projection, and reaction） describe behavior reacting to relieve extreme pressure and to defend the ego. Psychosexual stages refer to the five set stages of an individual, from birth through adolescence: oral （breast-sucking babyhood）, anal （toilet-training period）, phallic（3-6 years' development of sexual feelings）, latency（intermediate stage between phallic and beginning of puberty）, and genital（formation of genuine relationships and the end of narcissism）.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  什么地方是继伦敦之后欧洲的第二个好莱坞电影制作中心？巴黎，抑或是柏林？是布拉格。去年，好莱坞在捷克首都花费了两亿多美元拍摄电影、广告和流行音乐电视。今年，所有大型摄影棚都会进驻。米高梅电影制片公司将拍摄由布鲁斯·威利斯主演的《哈特之战》，迪斯尼正在拍摄安东尼·霍普金斯主演的《冒牌大间谍》，福克斯公司刚刚结束《来自地狱》的拍摄，这是一部由约翰尼·德普主演的有关开膛手杰克的传奇电影。


  布拉格人对Tinseltown已经见怪不怪了。上个月环球公司为了拍摄《谍影重重》，把布拉格老城区“小区”中铺满鹅卵石的街道上的真雪清扫干净，喷洒上更适合电影拍摄的化学雪，老妇人们对此似乎只是有点迷惑而已。该片是一部投资5,000万美元的惊悚悬念片，主演是马特·戴蒙。据该片的制片人帕特·克劳利计算，在布拉格拍摄一天花费10万美元，而在巴黎拍摄一天则要花费25万美元。他还说，捷克的电影从业人员很专业，会说英语，人数也很多。总部设在布拉格的Stillking电影制作公司的英国老板马修·斯蒂尔曼指出，这些人员的佣金也很低廉，比伦敦或洛杉矶同等水平人员的佣金便宜了40%。


  1993年，斯蒂尔曼先生来到布拉格，他以500美元和一部打字机成立了Stillking公司。现在，该公司为好莱坞的制片人提供工作人员、安排食宿、准备拍摄灯光等等。该公司声称自己的业务占到了当地电影制作业的一半，今年收入有望超过5,000万美元。


  然而，布拉格最引人入胜的还是巴拉多夫电影制片厂。该厂是欧洲最大的电影制片厂之一，有11间摄影棚、照片洗印厂和一流的技师。该厂创建于捷克斯洛伐克战前第一个共和国时期，其创始人米洛什·哈维尔是现任捷克总统瓦茨拉夫·哈维尔的叔叔。纳粹党将其作为宣传性电影的制作中心——摄影棚是由约瑟夫·戈培尔赞助的。之后，共产党用它制作自己的宣传电影，并培养了米洛斯·福尔曼等一批有影响力的本土导演。福尔曼在那里拍摄了《莫扎特传》，该片使好莱坞电影开始进驻布拉格。


  但是，在一定程度上，巴拉多夫电影制片厂使得布拉格作为电影中心还落后于伦敦。该制片厂管理不善，已经不堪重负。（一位制片人抱怨说：“你在那儿甚至无法拥有一间办公室。”）该厂现在的拥有者——一家当地的钢铁公司想将其卖掉，但与一家加拿大财团的谈判却并不顺利，这主要是因为捷克政府把持着该厂的大部分股份。与加拿大的交易会失败吗？Stillking公司称它将考虑收购该厂。


  1. C 细节题。文章第一段提到，布拉格是继伦敦之后欧洲的第二个好莱坞电影制作中心。随即对其进行了解释，好莱坞在捷克首都花费了两亿多美元拍摄电影等。由此可推断出布拉格应为捷克的首都，排除A。文中提到很多大型摄影棚都会进驻，但并没有说此地是创造影星的聚集地，排除B。第一段最后还介绍了来此地拍摄电影的公司、影片和明星，可见此地对电影摄制者和明星都具有吸引力，但其旅游业是否有吸引力我们不得而知。由此可排除D，正确答案为C。


  2. B 推断题。由题干关键词Pat Crowley定位文章第二段，其中提到，环球公司为拍摄《谍影重重》来到布拉格，该片的制片人帕特计算出在布拉格拍摄一天花费10万美元，而在巴黎拍摄一天则要花费25万美元，雇用当地电影从业人员的费用也较低。由此推断，费用较低是他们来此拍摄的主要原因，故选B。


  3. C 推断题。由题干中关键词Stillking定位第三段。其中提到，Stillking成立于1993年，现在该公司为好莱坞的制片人雇用工作人员、安排食宿、准备拍摄灯光等，由此推断，该公司为摄影棚提供器械和员工，故选C。


  4. A 推断题。由题干关键词the biggest draw to Prague定位第四段。该段首句提到对于布拉格来说，最大的是巴拉多夫电影制片厂，随后对此厂进行了详细地介绍：是欧洲最大的电影制作基地之一、由现任总统的叔叔创立、被纳粹利用过等等。由此可推断，此处作者在说明Barrandov吸引人的背景，选项中A最符合文意。选项B过于绝对，原文中只是说此厂是欧洲最大的电影制片厂之一；C、D本身都对但不够全面。


  5. D 推断题。由题干关键词remains behind London定位文章最后，其中提到，巴拉多夫电影制片厂在某种程度上使得布拉格作为电影中心还落后于伦敦，还指出该制片厂管理不善，已经不堪重负。由此推断，落后的真正原因是制片厂领导人没有做好发展该厂的工作，故选D。选项A、B原文中未提及；C是巴拉多夫电影制片厂现在的拥有者与加拿大财团谈判不顺利的原因。


  Passage 2


  尽管高等法院在星期一的裁决中对学生群体多样化目标表示支持，平权法案的反对者却表示，针对在大学入学时考虑种族因素的斗争还没有结束。高校领导们对这项决定都很支持，认为这项决定和大多数大学院校的政策相符合。但一些批评者认为这项决定会引发更多的官司，并决定持续向教育部民权办事处施压以对这些问题政策进行调查。一个保守的非营利团体“平等机会中心”的创始人兼主席琳达·查维斯说：“我们一直在讨论专门针对少数民族而制定的入学规定、奖学金项目及其他任何计划……其中用来评判录取的标准极为不同。”


  其他人则认为应该就此进行公开投票。加利福尼亚大学的董事沃德·康纳利说：“也许我们应该在投票中就所有这一切展开严肃的讨论。”他曾经帮助通过了加州第209号决议，该决议禁止在公共教育、雇佣和裁员方面将种族或性别因素考虑在内。由于这个法规，“星期一裁决”并不会对加州产生实际影响。“我们也许应该让密歇根州的选民们来决定他们是否赞同将种族当作录取因素之一。”康纳利在周一说。


  与此同时，美国教育部长罗德·佩奇（与美国总统布什的态度一致，对平权法案持反对态度）说教育部将“继续审查并强调有效的种族中立做法，以确保公立学校录取的广泛性和多样性”。甚至是作出裁决的高等法院的一名大法官桑德拉·戴·奥康纳也持有相似的观点，她建议各州应该参考加利福尼亚州和其他一些地方的种族中立做法。然而，“星期一裁决”允许录取官员在挑选人员过程中将种族因素考虑在内，而大学和学院并没有被强迫那样做。一位教育部的前官员阿瑟·科尔曼（现在的工作是帮助各大学院校，确保它们的政策符合宪法）说：“这场争论最终的结果是，多样性是一种选择，而不是法律要求。”


  公众在对待该问题的态度上也存在很大争议，大部分都属于种族战线。一项由非营利调查机构在一月进行的公众调查显示，有79%的美国人认为学生的种族多样化对于学校来说很重要，只有54%的人认为平权法案应该继续。在“星期一裁决”出台几天前进行的盖洛普民意测验显示，49%的成人支持平权法案，有43%的人持反对态度，其中黑人和西班牙裔人比白人更加倾向于认可这个法案。一些教育界人士怀疑，在“星期一裁决”的影响下，那些反对者将改变自己的想法。


  现在，录取官员和大学律师正密切关注着“星期一裁决”，以决定如何或是否调整现有政策。尽管大多数人倾向对录取政策保持沉默，许多人则不希望有显著的改变。


  6. A 细节题。文章第一段开始部分点明了affirmative action反对者的观点，他们认为针对在大学入学时考虑种族因素的斗争还没有结束，注意其间表否定含义的词hardly（几乎不），因此可确定答案应为A。其余三项B（最高法院的裁决应采用到学院中）、C（有必要为大学入学制定适当的政策）和D（应该在学院和大学中建立种族中立计划）均不是平权法案的反对者的观点。


  7. A 语义题。由题干中关键词hailed定位第一段。被考查词hailed所在句中，saying it...为主句higher education leaders overwhelmingly hailed the decision的伴随状语，对其进行补充说明，其中it指代的是前面的decision。由此可判断该状语部分与主句所表达意思应该相同，句中reaffirmed带有明显的肯定意味，因此hailed也应含有肯定意义，结合选项可知A（支持的）符合题意。


  8. B 推断题。由题干关键词Connerly定位文章第二段，该段最后一句中康纳利认为也许应该让密歇根州的选民们来决定是否在录取时考虑种族因素，故选项B符合文意。其余选项A（在其生效前赢得加州选民的赞同）、C（在其延展到其他州之前应先在有些州采用）和D（在其获得广泛认可前产生预期的实际效果）都不是Connerly对法院裁决的看法。

  Passage 3


  抱怨英国人以及其他大多数说英语的人——尤其是同欧洲大陆的人相比——对外语不感兴趣，这很可能道出了一种显见的事实。令人吃惊的消息是，由于英国人很少看到对语言才能的需要，而几乎其他所有的人却更多地意识到这种需要，所以这种差距可能正在迅速变大。


  事实上，这种差距的加大已经存在一段时间了。根据一个商业顾问格兰特·桑顿所言，前溯至1992年，有多达44%的英国经理主管人员都曾乐观地断言，说他们可以用一门外语谈判。10年之后，这一数字下降到了28%。


  至少从短期而言，无知很可能会加深。英国的中小学下个月开学时，教授14岁及14岁以上的学生至少一门语言就不再是必需的了。在这个年龄段之前，孩子们会像以前一样进行3年的语言学习——但是从当前的趋势来看，绝大多数孩子一有机会就会放弃费力的语言学习。


  这是不是意味着英国教育和技能部已经放弃进行努力了呢？一点儿也不是，它依然坚持着。有一个新的关注的焦点，就是鼓励孩子们在语言接受能力最强的7至11岁之间学习语言。


  这样做是有道理的，在7岁的时候，孩子们能够很容易地模仿外国语言的发音，他们也能够很容易地从音乐、游戏和视觉效果中获得乐趣。来自语言学习协会（一个教师的团体）的琳达·帕克说，让英国小孩用法语轻声唱出圣歌或者用德语唱岳得尔歌的方法已经获得“非常令人振奋的结果”。其观点是，如果使孩子们在幼年熟悉语言，那么在十几岁或者年龄更大的阶段他们就将更可能延续这种志趣。


  乐观派坚持认为，在英国大学中选修部分属于语言学的科目——比如说法语和营销学——的学生人数已经有了增长。攻读纯语言学位的人数一直呈下降趋势。


  但是，或许无知已经无法逆转了。一个猎头公司“天使事务所”最近对1,500名英国工人进行了民意测验，发现20%的人以为“Quelle heure est-il”（法语：几点了？）的意思是“今天星期几？”


  一个天使事务所的发言人在被邀请就“天使”一词的意思向千百万信奉无形的神圣力量的穆斯林、基督徒和犹太教徒作出评述时，感到无能为力。“对于我们来说，天使是在办公室里的理想的成员。”正如一位努力思考的英国教师所言，部分地说这是正确的。


  11. C 推断题。由题干关键词28%定位文章第二段。该段后半部分说，1992年只有44%的英籍执行官们乐观地声称他们可以用外语进行谈判；10年后，这个数字降到了28%，也就是说2002年就只有28%的执行官们能做到这一点，故选C（他们可以用外语进行交流）。


  12. A 推断题。由题干关键词trend和British schools定位第三段。最后一句提到“在14岁之前，孩子们要经过3年的语言学习，但以目前的形势来看，大多数人一有机会就会放弃。”由此可推知，为期三年的语言学习很可能被放弃，选项中A正确。C意思正好与此相反，故错误。B（英国学校下个月开学时将教授语言）偷换了概念，原文中说的是：英国下个月中小学开学时，教授14岁及14岁以上的学生至少一门语言就不再是必需的了。D（英国学校依法提倡学习语言三年）在原文中并未提及。


  13. C 语义题。根据题干关键词mimic定位文章第五段第一句：“7岁的小孩可以很轻松地____外语，他们也很容易从歌曲、游戏和视觉效果中获得乐趣。”结合选项，应该选C（模仿）。其余三项A（尖叫）、B（喊叫）和D（区分）都不合适。

  15. B 推断题。综观全文，文章主要讨论了英国人语言才能的衰退，作者并未提出改善的措施，仅仅是陈述了现存的一些问题，故可排除A（语言学习的方法论）、D（语言教学法）；文章未提及C（英国的代沟）的内容；第一段提到由于语言不好的英国人很少看到对语言才能的需要，而几乎其他所有的人却更多地意识到这种需要，所以这种差距可能正在迅速变大，下文就这种状况和差距展开说明，由此可知应选B。

  西格蒙德·弗罗伊德以及其两名追随者艾尔弗雷德·阿德勒和卡尔·荣格给心理学中某些最基本的概念下过定义。


  弗罗伊德，澳大利亚神经病学家，是精神分析法的创立者，也有人可能会说，他是现代心理学的鼻祖。弗罗伊德理论的主要假设是，人的行为主要由无意识动机决定。通过自由联想，即通过与病人谈论其所遇到的问题可以发现这些无意识动机。


  弗罗伊德人格理论从三个广阔的领域探索人的行为，即结构行为、动态行为以及发展行为。从结构上，弗罗伊德将人的性格分成本我、自我以及超我。其中，本我是个体完全没有意识的部分，是人们自身本能需求和动机的来源，弗罗伊德认为它包含一切遗传性的心理特质。


  自我指的是人格中的理性方面，它能统制由于本能而引发的冲动性需求，并能根据人所处的环境决定哪些需求能得到满足、将会得到满足。


  超我指的是人格中的良知、伦理或者道德方面，由人们所生存的社会或文化的传统价值观和理想决定。超我为理想而努力，其中，“良知”部分会使人在违背伦理价值观时产生内疚心理，“自我理想”部分则能给人在遵循群体的传统价值时提供自豪感。


  弗罗伊德的动态概念包含本能、原欲和焦虑。一般说来，我们把那些不需经过学习即可发生的行为称为本能行为。而弗罗伊德的“本能”指的是不同的概念，它指人由“愿望”和“需求”所表现出的先天肉体状况。原欲表示情感的或生理的能量，这种能量使得生命“本能”开始运转，它源于人类原始的生物需求，比如性欲。因此，原欲通常是以目标为导向的。按照心理学术语，焦虑指的是通常与具体物体或者事件不相关的不可控制的恐惧状态。


  弗罗伊德的发展概念包括认同作用、移位作用、防御机制以及性心理阶段。认同作用表明的是个体模仿他人或群体（如，电影明星、强盗等）的行为；而当人的本能受挫，失望的能量转移至其他替代物体时，移位作用发生；防御机制（如压抑、投射以及反应）表示人们为了缓解极度压力或保卫自我而作出的反应；性心理阶段指的是个人自出生至青春期的五个阶段：口唇期（正处在哺乳期的新生儿）、肛门期（卫生间训练阶段）、性蕾期阶段（3~6岁性别感觉的发展）、潜伏期（性器期阶段与青春期之中间阶段）和两性期（真正关系的形成与自恋结束）。


  16. C 推断题。文章第二段第二句指出，弗罗伊德主要的假设理论是，人类的行为主要是由无意识的动机决定的。由此推断，弗罗伊德认为人类的行为主要可以利用无意识的动机来解释，所以C正确。原文并未提到弗罗伊德否定人和动物的本能行为，故排除A；B（宗教以良知为模型，因而本我是可以控制的）和D（人类行为完全可以用良知来控制）与文意相悖，故排除。


  17. B 推断题。文章第三段倒数第二句提到，本我完全是自我的无意识部分，它是一个人本能需求和动力的源泉。由此推断，本我应该是人格中由本能驱动的方面，故选B。该段前两句提到，弗罗伊德的人格理论包括对人类行为三大方面的研究：结构行为、动力行为以及发展行为。本我、自我和超我是人格结构的三个方面，而并非人格理论的基本组成部分，故排除A；第四段提到，自我控制着由本我制造的冲动需求，并根据周围环境决定哪些需求可以被满足，由此可排除C、D。


  18. B 推断题。文章第五段倒数第二句提到，当道德观被侵犯时，超我的良知部分就会让人产生罪恶感。由此推断，如果一个人是不道德的，那超我就会让他感到有罪，所以B正确。该段第二句提到，一个人所在社会或文化的传统价值观和理想塑造了超我，可见超我并非人格与生俱来的方面，故排除A；原文并未提到超我比本我和自我更强势，故排除C；该段最后提到，当个人行为与群体的传统观念相一致时，超我的自我理想部分就会让人有自豪感，但并不是说超我要求个人行为符合传统观念，故排除D。


  19. B 推断题。第六段第三句提到，弗罗伊德“本能”观点的不同之处在于它指的是由“愿望”和“需求”所表现出的先天肉体状况。由此推断，弗罗伊德给出的本能的定义与以往的不同，他认为“愿望”和“需求”是本能的体现者，故排除A，确定B为答案。该段指出，原欲来源于原始的生理欲望，并不是说原欲就是原始的生理欲望，故排除C；该段最后一句提到，焦虑是一种无法控制的恐惧状态，此类恐惧通常与特定的物体或事件无关，可见焦虑并不是在惧怕某事时出现的，故排除D。


  20. B 推断题。文章最后一段第三句提到，当本能被压抑时，受挫的能量就会被转移到替代物上，这就是置换，再结合题干中的“一个不敢和老板顶嘴的雇员回家后对妻子大呼小叫”可知，那名雇员的本能受到了压抑，他将本应用于和老板顶嘴的能量转移到了妻子身上，该情况与置换现象完全吻合，故选B。

  By the 1980s, according to international but admittedly inconsistent definitions of literacy, about seven out of ten adults in the world were considered literate. The increase in literacy from ancient times to the present has not been a story of unbroken progress. ① The ability of people within a given society to read and write has been influenced by a number of factors, including economic well-being, the availability of material to read, the amount of education available, and the basic matter of the usefulness of reading.


  Of these factors, usefulness has probably been the most decisive. In ancient societies, as people settled into stable patterns of agriculture and trade, it became useful for some of them to read and write in order to keep records, to transact business, and to measure amounts of land, animals, goods, materials, and produce. Since all economic aspects of a society were closely tied to the operations of government, literacy became useful and even necessary for the keeping of records by officials. The responsibilities of citizenship led to a fairly high level of literacy in ancient Greece and Rome, but in addition to that, there also grew an appreciation of good literature, poetry, drama, history, and philosophy.


  During the early Middle Ages, with the general breakdown of society in Europe and the decrease of commerce, literacy became largely confined to the church. But in the late Middle Ages, in the period of the Renaissance, the great expansion of commerce and banking led to a revival in literacy for the same reason that had caused it to increase in the ancient world—usefulness.


  With the invention of the printing press and inexpensive paper late in the 15th century there was for the first time a great availability of reading material for a much greater number of people. Religious reformers were among the first to utilize the situation, quickly getting translations of the Bible and educational tracts and booklets into the hands of many people.


  The broadened religious enlightenment that resulted was followed in later centuries by a political one. Political theorists who favored doctrines promoting the natural rights of man called for an attack upon illiteracy. ② Political revolutions, particularly in the United States and France, helped inaugurate an era in which all classes were called upon to become informed on public policy for their own welfare. Against this political background there emerged the movement for universal popular education. Literacy came to be understood as a means whereby the individual could benefit and advance, and gradually whole societies began to acknowledge that universal literacy among their citizens was an avenue to greater economic well-being.

  No one disputes the fact that effectively teaching the youngest of our children is crucial to laying a proper foundation for later years. Yet many children go through their early school years—day care, kindergarten, elementary—without substantial contact with a male. ① After nine years as an elementary teacher, eight with the Boston Public School Department, it has become clear to me that one problem with public schools in America is that so few men serve as elementary teachers. Now this is no slight to my female colleagues, many who do an admirable job, but a profession is enhanced when its workforce is diverse.


  As a country, we've taken affirmative action （a positive expression in my mind）to diversify several formerly White, male-dominated professions（for example, law enforcement and medicine）. Clearly, those professions serve the public better because they have a variety of voices that impact on how they will carry out their missions. The percentage of men teaching at the elementary level dangles at only about ten percent. Why should a subsection of the teaching profession miss out on the benefits of diversity?


  Part of the problem is we men ourselves. Some of us do not consider teaching children how to write their names for the first time or how to count to one hundred as “real” teaching. We dismiss wiping tears from a sad face because a selfish classmate made off with a toy or because someone was not allowed to join a game of kickball as fluff stuff. Some of us, sad to say, don't like being hugged, let alone giving a hug. We view such activities as women's work, and that is our loss.


  Today, the biggest complaint facing our schools is that our students are not succeeding academically. A generation ago, the nurturance of self-esteem, feel-good model of education replaced the task-oriented, get-down-to-work style, and the result has been a disaster for our children. Now school boards, politicians and professional educators have been demanding improved academic results. Hiring more men to teach elementary school is not the primary answer to that challenge, but it would help.


  ② The belief that an elementary school is an extension of the home where tiny kids go to get love and warm fuzzies will not be sufficient to advance successfully into the next millennium. School systems will have to rethink this approach and actively recruit men as teachers of children whose ages run in the single digits. Our colleges and universities should actively encourage men—especially Black men—to pursue this worthwhile vocation. Perhaps our classrooms will not look as pretty as they have for the past twenty years, but it is a small price to pay for improved test scores and restored respect for our nation's public schools.

  ① Web art has been “accepted” by traditional institutions, critics and thus the general public because it “fits” into our culture and society, a society which has been groomed by postmodern ideals. Thus web art has not been subjected to “cultural limbo” as photography had “for a century and a half” by the constraints imposed by modernism.


  The postmodernists embraced the idea that technology, especially reproductive mediums, would “radically affect the perception of art”. ② The rejection of traditional notions and therefore the bourgeois mediums which stated repeatedly the idea of “art as a purely self-involved activity”, created a strong affinity towards new genres for postmodernists. The support given by postmodernism to technological art forms has played an important role in redefining the value of web-based mediums today. This movement has allowed art to propel itself forward into experimental genres that have developed alongside technology.


  The nature of web-based art facilitates this acceptance. The infinite reproducibility of the web art form reaffirms postmodern deconstruction of the “unique existence” of the art object and thus its exuded authority and authentic value. Web art has crossed the “boundaries” of what was once the “unreproducibility of the aesthetic original” and introduced a world that exists free from the concept of either the original or the copy. Web art also elevates the user—viewer to the level of interactive creator and thus instrumental in the process of artistic realization. Because of the interactive nature of web art, the viewer has ultimately replaced the artist, thus confirming Barthes' theory of death of the author.


  The existence of web art in a non-physical, temporal realm also contributes to the rejection of the modern value of the spatial art object. The audience understands the virtuality of this technology as it pervades daily life on the net. Finally, the inherent makeup of the Internet as a catalog of information, coded language, and raw data, allows web art to present art as text and equally text as art. The limitless interchangeability of text and web art constitutes the revelation of postmodern theorists that the meaning of art can only be found through the relationship of the “world outside the text that is nevertheless inscribed in the text”.


  Postmodern ideals set forth the current society's methodology of valuing art and thus new art forms. It is because web art so accurately mirrors the canons of postmodernism, that it is such a favored form in the art world. Web art's acceptance and popularity exist because it is a concept as much as it is a “tool”. Web art, like photography, is an instrument reiterating the values posed by postmodernists in order to reject traditional mediums. The opposition of tradition powers our society forward to seek out new ways to explain old ideas and explore new questions that pervade our environment.

  How easy it is to glance at/glance off so much contemporary art. Sometimes it seems partly a result of the postmodern repudiation of subjectivity and passion, which have always relied on images of depth for expression.


  One of postmodernism's more doubtful contributions is to have substituted surface for depth, as if the self, with its dreams, passions, ideas, and longings can be so easily abolished. Given that Jake Berthot's recent work has located and explored depth through images drawn from the natural world, and has found a guide in Emerson, we might let the American philosopher's words orient us in the story of depth in nature and consciousness: “How shallow seemed to me yesterday in the woods the speech one often hears from tired citizens who have spent their brief enthusiasm for the country, that Nature is tedious, and they have had enough of green leaves. Nature and the green leaves are a million fathoms deep, and it is their eyes that are superficial.” This depth of nature is a reservoir of life energy in the words of the Victorian Jesuit poet Gerard Manley Hopkins: “There lives the dearest freshness deep down things.”


  The vitalizing depth of nature speaks to the depth of human consciousness, which is not to say that all is sunlit. If nature can be dark at night, human depths have their own mirroring and corresponding darkness and danger. The same poet, Hopkins, put it this way: “O the mind, mind has mountains; cliffs of fall/Frightful, sheer, no-man-fathomed. Hold them cheap/May who never hung there.” But whether the imagery is of darkness or light, jeopardy or joy, the conversation between self and nature is reciprocal.


  Instead of the viewer's gaze skimming off the surface like a skipped stone as in so much contemporary painting, Jake Berthot's paintings hold you—stop you and engage you, stir you and disturb you. When you stand in front of one of Berthot's recent paintings, you immediately become aware of depths in the painting and you are drawn out into them, feel some part of yourself emptying into them. But then the mysterious mutuality of reverie takes hold into your newly created emptiness; something flows from the painting. And gradually, steadily, the experience of gazing at the canvas becomes a reciprocal emptying-out and filling, an ebb and flow. Depth speaks to depth. And when at last, after successive, calm, reciprocal emptyings and fillings, you break the spell of the encounter; you emerge changed in some quiet but definite way.

  根据国际上对读写能力公认的并不一致的定义，到20世纪80年代，世界上大约每十个成年人中有七个被看作是具有读写能力的。读写能力的提高从古至今并非是一帆风顺的。在某个既定的社会中，人们的读写能力一直受许多因素的影响，包括经济状况、可读材料、教育程度和阅读的有用性。


  在这些因素中，有用性可能是最有决定性的。在古代社会，当人们习惯了固定的农业和商业模式，为了记录、交易和度量土地、动物、货物、材料和农产品的数量，读和写对他们中的一些人来说变得有用起来。由于社会经济的各个方面都与政府的运作有紧密的关系，读写能力就成了官员进行记载的一项有用甚至必要的能力。公民的职责使古希腊和罗马的读写能力相当高，但除此之外，对优秀文学、诗词、戏剧、历史和哲学的欣赏能力也有所提高。


  在中世纪初期，随着欧洲社会的全面崩溃和商业的衰退，读写已经很大程度上被局限于教会之内。但到了中世纪晚期，即文艺复兴时期，商业和银行业的广泛扩展导致了读写的复苏，原因与古代世界读写能力的提高毫无二致——有用性。


  随着15世纪末期印刷机和便宜纸张的发明，首次出现了可供更多人群阅读的大量材料。宗教改革者就是最初利用这个时机的人，他们很快就把《圣经》以及教育性的小册子和宣传册的译本送到了许多人手中。


  由此引起了广泛的宗教启蒙，在随后的几个世纪中紧跟其后的是政治启蒙。那些喜欢用教条来推进人的自然权利的政治理论家号召打击文盲。政治革命，尤其是在美国和法国开辟了一个新时代，在这个时代里，所有的阶级被号召起来为自己的福利关注公众政策。针对这一政治背景，兴起了全球普及教育运动。读写能力开始被看作是一种可以使个人受益和进步的方式，逐渐地，整个社会开始承认在市民中普及读写能力是使经济走向更加繁荣的一条康庄大道。


  1. D 推断题。第一段第二句指出，从古至今，读写能力的提高并非是一帆风顺的。由此推断，读写能力的发展应该在历史进程中经历了高潮和低谷，故排除C，确定D为答案。该段首句指出，读写能力有着不一样的定义，可见给出读写能力的定义并非易事，故排除A；由该段无法确定富裕的国家中没有文盲，故排除B。


  2. D 推断题。文章第一段最后指出，经济状况、阅读材料的可用性、可接受的教育程度、阅读的实用性等都会影响特定社会中人们的读写能力；第二段首句接着指出，在所有这些因素中，实用性是最为关键的决定性因素，该段又以古代社会中读写能力因有用而得到发展为例，说明实用性是推动读写能力发展的重要动力，所以D正确。其余三项也是促使读写能力发展的因素，但并不是主要的，故排除。


  3. C 推断题。文章第三段提到，在中世纪晚期的文艺复兴时期，读写能力得到了复兴；第四段接着指出，随着15世纪晚期印刷机的发明和廉价纸张的出现，首次出现了提供给更多人的大量阅读材料。结合选项推断可知，印刷机的发明和廉价的纸张应该是读写能力得以广泛发展的主要原因，所以C正确。第四段最后提到，宗教改革者首先抓住这一时机，迅速将《圣经》翻译本和教育小册子送到许多人手中，但并未说明宗教改革以及《圣经》的翻译和广泛流传是读写能力提高的原因，故排除A、B；原文并未提到教学方法的革新，故排除D。


  4. A 语义题。被考查词所在句意为“政治革命，特别是美国和法国的政治革命，帮助____一个时代，在该时代中，所有阶层都被号召为了自身利益而了解公共政策”。结合常识可知，在这些革命之前，是没有人号召各阶层了解公共政策的，由此推断，这些革命开启了一个新的时代，所以A正确。B（结束）、C（发誓）、D（赞成）均不符合原文。


  5. B 推断题。最后一段指出，紧随宗教启蒙之后的是政治启蒙，政治革命开启了一个新时代，该时代号召各阶级为了自身利益而关心公共政策，在这种政治背景下，出现了教育普及运动。由此推断，该段主要介绍了由政治革命发起的读写能力发展运动，所以B正确。该段并未提到宗教运动提高了大众的读写能力，也未提到以更民主的社会为发展方向的现代政治运动，或是中世纪末期与文盲抗争的政治运动，故排除其他三项。


  Passage 2


  没人会怀疑这个事实：有效地教育儿童对于他们以后打下良好的基础至关重要。然而，许多孩子在早期学生时代——日托、幼儿园、小学——却没有真正接触过男性。我当过9年小学老师，又在波士顿公立学校部门待了8年，我很清楚地知道美国公立学校存在的一个问题就是小学的男教师太少。这并不是看轻我的女同事，她们中有许多人都做着令人羡慕的工作，但只有当工作的劳动力多样化时，职业性才会得到增强。


  国家采取了积极的行动（在我看来是积极的表示）来使原来白人男性占主导的几个行业（如：执法和医药）多样化。很明显，这些职业能够更好地服务公众是因为他们有不同的声音来影响他们怎么执行任务。小学男教师的比例一直徘徊在10％左右。为什么教师职业忽略了多样性的好处呢？


  问题的部分原因在于我们男人自己。我们中的一些人没有把教孩子第一次如何写名字或怎么数到一百看作是“真正的”教学。我们不屑于因为某个自私的同学抢走了一个玩具，或因为不允许某人参加踢足球的游戏之类的琐事而为伤心的面孔拭去泪水。我们中有些人，很悲哀地说，不喜欢被人拥抱，更不用说给别人拥抱了。我们把这些看作是女人的工作，这是我们的损失。


  如今，学校面临的最大不满就是学生在学业上并不成功。在上一代，培养自尊、感觉良好的教育模式代替了以作业为主、认真学习的教育模式，其结果对孩子来说就是一场灾难。目前，学校董事会、政客和职业教育者一直在要求改善教学成果。在小学雇用更多的男性教师并不是解决这一问题的首要答案，但这确实会有帮助。


  小学是家庭的延续，是孩子能继续得到关爱和温暖的地方，这种想法对于成功迈进新千年是不够的。学校体制将有必要重新考虑这种方法，积极地招募男性教师来教授那些10岁以下的孩子。我们的学院和大学应该积极鼓励男性——尤其是黑人男性——去追求这个有价值的职业。或许我们的教室看起来没有过去二十年好看，但对于提高测试成绩和恢复我国公立学校的尊严来说，这是个很小的代价。


  6. A 推断题。第一段开篇提到，有效地教育儿童对于他们以后打下良好的基础至关重要，这是一个不争的事实，但美国的公立小学却存在这样一个问题：男教师的数量过少；作者在随后几段中分析了导致这一问题的原因，并提出了自己的见解。综合推断可知，本文的写作模式应该是：提出问题—分析问题—解决问题，也就是说作者是通过提出问题的方式来引出文章主题的，故选A。


  7. A 推断题。第一段倒数第二句指出，对于作者来说，美国公立学校一个明显的问题就是男性小学教师非常少。由此推断，美国的公立小学教师大部分都是女性，故排除B、D，确定A为答案。第二段提到，原本男性占主导地位的职业因从业人员的多样化可以更好地为公众服务，并不是说男性占主导地位的职业可以更好地为公众服务，故排除C。


  8. B 推断题。文章第三段第三句提到，男人不屑于为孩子擦掉眼泪，他们认为那些是女人的工作。由此推断，美国男性可能会认同，擦掉孩子脸上的眼泪会让他们显得女性化，所以B正确。该段第二句提到，有些男人并不认为教孩子写名字或数数是真正的教学，故排除A；由原文可知，有些男人认为小学教师工作不重要，但并没有说他们认为所有教学工作都是不重要的，故排除C；原文也未提到男人认为孩子很无聊，故排除D。


  9. A 细节题。文章第四段首句提到，目前学校面临的最大问题是学生在学业上不够成功，即他们在学习上表现不好，所以A正确。该段第二句提到，一代人之前，培养自尊、感觉良好的学生的教育模式取代了以功课为导向、埋头苦读的模式，而其结果是灾难性的，这说明现在的教育模式是失败的，故排除B；C、D与原文相悖，均应排除。


  10. C 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章最后一段首句提到，认为小学对儿童而言是家的扩展的看法不足以让他们成功进入下个千年，可见将小学建设为家的扩展不是作者的建议，故排除A；该段最后一句提到，教室以后看起来或许不像二十年前那样好，可见作者并没有建议改善教室环境，故排除B；第二句提到，教育系统应该积极雇用男性作10岁以下孩子的教师。由此推断，作者建议通过雇用更多的男教师来解决上文提到的问题，所以C正确；原文并未提到要通过增加工资来鼓励男性担任小学教师，故排除D。


  Passage 3


  传统机构、评论家们已经“接纳”了网络艺术，因此普通大众也接纳了它，因为它适合我们的文化，也适合我们的社会——这个曾经被后现代主义理念修饰过的社会。因此，网络艺术并没有像摄影艺术那样，被现代主义教条所约束而尘封长达150年并被打入“文化监狱”。


  后现代主义者认为，科学技术，尤其是再生媒体，将从根本上影响人们对艺术的看法。对传统观念的摒弃，和由此而曾经三令五申“艺术是一种纯自我运动”的中产阶级媒体对后现代主义者的新流派产生了强烈的吸引力。后现代主义对科技艺术形式的支持在重新定义当今网络媒介的价值中发挥了很重要的作用。这场运动使得艺术本身得以向实验性类型推进，这种实验性类型正是随着科学技术的发展而产生的。


  网络艺术的本质使得它能够为大众所接纳。网络艺术形式的无限再生能力再一次肯定了后现代主义对艺术物体“惟一存在性”以及由此而产生的权威性和真实价值的解构。网络艺术穿越了曾经被认为是“美学原创的不可再生性”的界线，带来一个超脱于原创或复制的概念而存在的世界。网络艺术也将用户——观众提升至互动创造者的地位，他们可以在艺术实现中起到促进作用。由于网络艺术的互动本质，观众最终取代了艺术家，从而验证了巴特的“作者之死”的理论。


  存在于非物质和世俗领域的网络艺术也促进了人们对空间艺术物体现代价值观的摒弃。网络艺术遍及网络上的日常生活，由此观众非常理解这一技术的虚拟本质。最后，因特网所固有的结构，如信息编目、语言编码、原始数据使网络艺术可以将艺术表现成文本的形式，同样也可以将文本以艺术的形式表现出来。文本以及网络艺术之间的无限可转换性构建了后现代主义理论家们对艺术本身意义的理解，他们认为艺术只能通过文本与世界之间的互动得以实现，世界游离于文本之外但又只能通过文本形式记载下来。


  后现代主义理念为当今社会提出了评价艺术的方法，由此，新型艺术形成。由于网络艺术精确地反映了后现代主义的精髓，因此它变成了整个艺术界最受欢迎的艺术形式。网络艺术之所以被接纳、如此被大众所喜爱，是因为它不仅仅是一种概念，还是一种工具。网络艺术就像摄影艺术一样，作为一种工具来重申后现代主义者所提倡的价值观，从而摒弃传统的媒介。传统的对立面给予我们社会前进的力量，让我们寻求新的方式来解释旧的思想观念，并且探索遍及我们周围的新问题。


  11. C 推断题。文章第一段最后一句提到，网络艺术没有受制于“文化限制”，而摄影已经被现代主义约束一个半世纪了，结合其间的not...as...（不像……那样……）推断可知，摄影实际上也受到了“文化限制”的制约，所以C（文化限制）正确。A（文化作品）、B（文化遗产）和D（文化标准）均不符合题意。


  12. A 推断题。文章第二段首句提到，后现代主义者认为，科技尤其是再生媒介将在根本上影响人们对艺术的感知，结合上文可知，此处的“再生媒体”（reproductive medium）指的就是“网络艺术”（web art）。由此推断，后现代主义者认为网络媒体会影响人们对艺术的感知，所以A正确。B（传统艺术观念已经完全被抛弃）、C（网络媒体的定义是由后现代主义者界定的）、D（传统艺术已经被科技远远抛在后面）均与原文不符。


  13. B 细节题。文章第三段第二句提到，网络艺术形式的无限再生性重申了后现代主义对艺术物体“惟一存在性”的解构，可见网络艺术具有无限再生性，但并未提到它重新定义艺术物体，故排除A，确定B为答案；该段最后一句提到，使观众最终代替艺术家的是网络艺术的互动本质，而并非网络艺术本身，故排除C；该段第三句提到，网络艺术跨越了以前美学原作不可复制的界限，但并未提到网络艺术将取代无法复制的美学原作，故排除D。


  14. A 语义题。被考查词所在句意为“观众理解该项技术的实质性，因为它____网上的日常生活”。其中“该项技术”（this technology）指的就是文章中反复提到的“网络艺术”（web art），结合原文和常识可知，网络艺术在网上流传很广，所以A（传播，遍及）正确。B（依赖）、C（承担）和D （挖掘）均不符合题意。


  15. A 推断题。文章最后一段首句提到，后现代主义理念为当今社会提出了评价艺术的方法。由此推断，应该是后现代主义者提出了评价艺术的方法，所以A正确，其中的put forward相当于原文中的set forth，approach相当于原文中的methodology。该段第三句提到，网络艺术被人接受并流行开来的原因在于它既是一种概念，又是一种工具，由此可排除B、C；该段倒数第二句提到，网络艺术是后现代主义者重申价值观并借以否定传统媒体的一个工具，即用于否定传统媒体的是那些价值观，故排除D。


  Passage 4


  现在的人们很容易就能浏览到很多当代艺术。这看起来有点像是后现代主义对主观及激情进行批判的结果，而这两者主要通过深奥的意象来表达。


  后现代主义一个比较令人怀疑的贡献就是用表面来取代深度，就像自我、及其梦想、激情、想法、渴望很容易就被废除似的。鉴于杰克·贝尔特最近的作品通过从自然界中获取的形象来定位和探究深度，且这些作品从爱默生的作品中寻找到了指引，我们或许应该让这位美国哲学家的言辞来指引我们进入有关自然及意识深度的故事中：“昨天在森林中我发现那些倦怠的人常说的那些话是多么浅薄，这些人将自己短暂的热情献给了国度，他们认为自然界是沉闷乏味的，他们已经厌倦了绿叶。然而，自然界以及绿叶是极度深刻的，肤浅的只是人们的眼睛。”自然界的深度是我们生命力量的宝库。用维多利亚耶稣会诗人杰勒德·曼利·霍普金斯的话来说，“事物之中深深蕴含着极为宝贵的新鲜感”。


  自然界富有生命力的深度正反映了人类意识的深度，但这并不代表自然界一切物质都是表面的。如果在晚上自然是黑暗的话，那么人们的意识也有它们自身相对应的黑暗和危险。霍普金斯还说过，“哦，人的思想似座座山峰，随时有跌入悬崖的危险，山峰令人恐惧、陡峭而又人迹罕至，很容易得到它们，希望人们能永远拥有它们”。但是，无论这种意象是黑暗的还是光明的，无论是危险还是喜悦，人类自身与自然的交流是交互的。


  对许多当代绘画作品来说，观众乍看就能发现其艺术表层意思，然而杰克·贝尔特的绘画却能使你驻留，能够吸引你，给你灵魂的震撼并且给你带来灵魂深处的困扰。当你站在贝尔特任何一幅新作前，你会立刻感受到这幅画的深度，并且被它深深地吸引进去，觉着自身某个部分被掏空完全注入其中，但是随后各种幻想的神秘交织又填满了你刚刚产生的空虚，有些东西从画中自然而然流露出来。人们只要一注视这些油画，就能逐渐地、持续地感受到腾空和填充的交互作用，感受心情的大起大落。绘画的深度不言自明。最后，当经历过持续、平稳的腾空与填充的交替之后，你会突破绘画给你带来的影响，悄然无声但很明显地发生了改变。


  16. B 推断题。文章第一段提到，当代艺术有时在某种程度上似乎是后现代主义批判主观和激情的产物，这些主观和激情总是要通过深奥的意象来表述。由此推断，当代艺术与后现代主义有着密切的关联，故选B。由该段可知，当代艺术并不是主观、激情或深度方面的问题，故排除A、C、D。


  17. C 推断题。由题干关键词Emerson定位到文章第二段。该段提到，鉴于Jake Berthot的最新作品定位并深入研究了自然界中的意象，并从爱默生那里得到启示，或许我们可以让这位美国哲学家的话语引导我们深入理解自然和意识。由此推断，美国哲学家爱默生应该对自然和意识了解得非常透彻，故选C。原文并未提到爱默生对Jack Bertot的作品感兴趣，也未提到两人是师生关系，故排除A、B；由爱默生所说的话可知，他认为那些在树林里发表言论的疲倦的人很肤浅，但并未说大多数人都很肤浅，故排除D。


  18. B 推断题。第三段首句提到，自然界富有生命力的深度反映了人类意识的深度，如果自然在夜晚是黑暗的，那人类的深度就会呈现出与其对应的黑暗和危险。由此推断，自然的深度显示出了人类意识的深度，所以B正确。第二段倒数第二句提到，这种自然的深度是生命活力的蓄积，但这并不等于说自然的深度就是活力的根本，故排除A；原文并未提到自然的深度是由意象或绿叶体现出来的，故排除C、D。


  19. C 推断题。由题干关键词Jake Berthot's paintings定位到文章最后一段。该段第二句提到，当你站在Jake Berthot近期的画作之前时，你立刻就会感觉到画的深度。由此推断，Jake Berthot的画应该很好地诠释了自然的深度，故选C。原文并未提到Jake Berthot的画会让观看者感到厌烦，或使观看者产生厌倦感，故排除A、B；该段首句提到，与许多当代绘画不同，Jake Berthot的画不会让观看者一扫而过，故排除D。


  20. A 态度题。文章最后一段明确表明了作者对Jake Berthot的画的态度：作者认为Jake Berthot的画不会像许多当代绘画那样只是被人一扫而过，他的画深刻揭示了自然的深度，能给观看者带来收获。由此推断，作者对他的画应该是持欣赏态度，故选A。

  In the summer of 999, Leif Erikson voyaged to Norway and spent the following winter with King Olaf Tryggvason. Substantially the same account is given by both the Saga of Eric the Red and the Flat Island Book. The latter says nothing about Leif's return voyage to Greenland, but according to the former it was during this return voyage that Leif discovered America. The Flat Island Book, however, tells of another and earlier landfall by Biarni, the son of a prominent man named Heriulf, and makes that the inspiration for the voyage to the new land by Leif. In brief, like Leif, Biarni and his companions sight three countries in succession before reaching Greenland, and to come upon each new land takes one “doegr” more than the last until Biarni comes to land directly in front of his father's house in the last mentioned country.


  This narrative has been rejected by most later writers, and they may be justified. Possibly, Biarni was a companion of Leif when he voyaged from Norway to Greenland via America, or it may be that the entire tale is but a garbled account of that voyage and Biarni's another name for Leif. It should be noted, however, that the stories of Leif's visit to King Olaf and Biarni's to that king's predecessor are in the same narrative in the Flat Island Book, so there is less likelihood of duplication than if they were from different sources. Also, Biarni landed on none of the lands he passed, but Leif apparently landed on one, for he brought back specimens of wheat, vines, and timber. Nor is there any good reason to believe that the first land visited by Biarni was Wineland. The first land was “level and covered with woods,” and “there were small hillocks upon it.”Of forests, later writers do not emphasize them particularly in connection with Wineland, though they are often noted incidentally; and of hills, the Saga says of Wineland only that “wherever there was hilly ground, there were vines.”


  Additionally, if the two narratives were taken from the same source we should expect a closer resemblance of Helluland. The Saga says of it: “They found there hellus（large flat stones）.” According to the Biarni narrative, however, “this land was high and mountainous.” The intervals of 1, 2, 3, and 4 “doegr” in both narratives are suggestive, but mythic formulas of this kind may be introduced into narratives without altogether destroying their historicity. It is also held against the Biarni narrative that its hero is made to come upon the coast of Greenland exactly in front of his father's home. But it should be recalled that Heriulfsness lay below two high mountains which served as landmarks for navigators.


  I would give up Biarni more readily were it not that the story of Leif 's voyage contained in the supposedly more reliable Saga is almost as amazing. But Leif's voyage across the entire width of the North Atlantic is said to be “probable” because it is incorporated into the narrative of a preferred authority, while Biarni's is “improbable” or even “impossible” because the document containing it has been condemned.

  Imagining being asked to spend twelve or so years of your life in a society which consisted only of members of own sex. How would you react? Unless there was something definitely wrong with you, you wouldn't be too happy about it, to say the least. It is all the more surprising therefore that so many parents in the world choose to impose such abnormal conditions on their children—conditions which they themselves wouldn't put up with for one minute!


  Any discussion of this topic is bound to question the aims of education. Stuffing children's heads full of knowledge is far from being foremost among them. One of the chief aims of educations is to equip future citizens with all they require to take their place in adult society. Now adult society is made up of men and women, so how can a segregated school possibly offer the right sort of preparation for it? Anyone entering adult society after years of segregation can only be in for a shock.


  A coeducational school offers children nothing less than a true version of society in miniature. Boys and girls are given the opportunity to get to know each other, to learn to live together from their earliest years. They are put in a position where they can compare themselves with each other in terms of academic ability, athletic achievement and many of the extra-curricular activities which are part of school life. What a practical advantage it is（to give just a small example）to be able to put on a school play in which the male parts will be taken by boys and the female parts by girls! What nonsense co-education makes of the argument that boys are cleverer than girl or vice versa! When segregated, boys and girls are made to feel that they are a race apart. Rivalry between the sexes is fostered. In a coeducational school, everything falls into its proper place.


  But perhaps the greatest contribution of coeducation is the healthy attitude to life it encourages. Boys don't grow up believing that women are mysterious creatures—airy goddesses, more like book-illustrations to a fairy-tale, than human beings. Girls don't grow up imagining that men are romantic heroes. Years of living together at school dispel illusions of this kind. There are no goddesses with freckles, pigtails, piercing voices and inky fingers. There are no romantic heroes with knobby knees, dirty fingernails and unkempt hair. The awkward stage of adolescence brings into sharp focus some of the physical and emotional problems involved in growing up. These can better be overcome in a coeducational environment. Segregated schools sometimes provide the right conditions for sexual deviation. This is hardly possible under a coeducational system. When the time comes for the pupils to leave school, they are fully prepared to enter society as well-adjusted adults. They have already had years of experience in coping with many of the problems that face men and women.

  The original idea of standardized testing was to insure that children who graduated could read and write. But because schools threw everything into improving test scores, the field of “beating” state-mandated tests erupted into a money-consuming beast, and in-services, at least in my district, tend to be sales pitches for new “strategies” that basically are intended to insure students pass tests, whether they have the necessary skills or not.


  Many will argue with me—all the testing materials companies, many administrators who know their schools' performance is tied to these artificial performance assessments, and many politicians. I doubt many teachers will disagree, if given the assurance of protection from retaliation, and I suspect, too, that many parents and students will also agree that testing has become the be-all of schools.


  Defenders of the test-to-death practices currently in vogue will tick off a list of problems in the public schools, and end with their pet word, accountability. How do you hold teachers accountable, though, who spend five out of five weeks testing, and none of those five weeks teaching?


  The problems in public schools, frankly, are due more to the collapse of a values system than anything else. That stand is not popular, nor politically correct, but it is true. I have had first graders ask me how often I “do it” with my husband; I have had first graders so traumatized by abuse at home that they are unable to function in school; I have had first graders come to school with razor blades. None of these problems will be solved by testing unless we start testing parents and society as a whole.


  So forget “excuses”, as the politicians label such truths. Hold me accountable, even for abused kids and kids with razor blades. I'm not afraid of responsibility or of “accountability”. But unless you give me time to teach, then hold me accountable only for the hours of paperwork and “analysis” of tests, because it's hypocritical and futile to hold me accountable for instruction I'm not allowed to give.


  Our district gave us a “big” pay raise this year, added half an hour to our day, and demanded that we meet our staff development requirements through unpaid Saturday “trainings”—many of which will be sales pitches by ex-teachers who got out of the classroom to avoid testing. Yet many of my colleagues who have discussed leaving aren't leaving because of the low salaries and the countless hours of unpaid work. They're leaving, quite simply, because “assessment” is sapping the life out of public education. Statistics about teachers leaving the field will grow, and the sad incidents of teachers dying on the job through violence, occasionally, and stress-related illnesses more frequently will be murmured through the rank and file of dedicated teachers who stay, but aren't sure why.


  Teachers who speak out against the overkill of assessment will continue to be branded troublemakers, negative people who gripe constantly. And until voters take politicians and school administrators to task, the tests will continue to choke the life out of our school systems and our kids.

  Why should Native American students be allowed to have specially adapted educational programs, and what is so different about their learning motivation, compared to that of the Anglo majority?


  Native American students, whether young or old, learn by applying principles and skills to their daily lives. In order for these students to learn a skill, or subject, they must first understand how it relates to their everyday life, and how it can help them to stay upon a strong spiritual path. ① Learning for Native American students, is not motivated by letter grades, or awards, but by the success that it will afford them in future, so when learning environment do not address, or even take into consideration, the cultural, and spiritual differences of the Native American students, future success in life becomes an elusive and unattainable goal. Educational programs for Native American students need to be practical, applicable, and culturally based. The Native American population's educational motivation, as a whole, is more focused on the future utilization of lessons and skills learned, and the benefit that will be given back to the Native American community. As each individual succeeds educationally, they become a model for others, and give hope that the Native American way of life will continue.


  Unlike the majority of Anglo children, for which our current academic models were forged, Native American children suffer from cultural exclusion and identity crises, racism, poverty and isolation, poor role models, familial instability and abuse, poor mental, physical, and emotional health, as well as anonymity. Native American students, primarily those in grades K-12, can be categorized as dangerously “at risk”. The cultural hurdles, compounded by those thrown at them educationally, cause many Native American students to drop out, abuse drugs and alcohol, and/or commit crimes to medicate and alleviate their inability to cope with seemingly insurmountable obstacles.


  ② Native American youths have long been at a disadvantage, with regard to post-secondary education, primarily because if a youth does succeed in graduating high school, it is usually by attending a non-Native American program. This limits their ability to interact and succeed in an atmosphere whose predominant cultural alignment is white. ③ While Tuba City High School, which addresses rural, reservation, and isolated students, has been quite successful in raising test scores, graduating more students, keeping substance abuse and teen pregnancy low, it has not provided the Native American youth an opportunity to learn and interact with the white culture that surrounds them. But what of the urban Native American students? What can we do for them?


  We can make room for alternative programs specifically designed for the Native American students—programs that will address the need to acclimate these students to urban life and white culture gradually, so that they can develop the skills and education necessary to succeed in a diverse and alien culture.


  It cannot be stressed enough, that the first, and most important, skill that we must impart to the Native American students is how to live and exist in a foreign culture, while maintaining a solid identity with their own. We must stop trying to fit the Native American youth into the cultural mold of white society, and allow them to live and learn according to their own culturally specific applications and values, and prepare for academic and personal life beyond the reservation.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  公元999年夏天，Leif Erikson航海去了挪威，与国王Olaf Tryggvason一起在那里度过了那个冬天。实际上，《红发埃里克的传奇》和《扁平岛屿录》中也有同样的描述。后者没有提及Leif返回格陵兰岛的航行，但是根据前者的描述，就是在这次回航途中，Leif发现了美洲。然而，《扁平岛屿录》一书则讲述了另一次更早的Biarni着陆，Biarni是名人Heriulf的儿子，该书提到Leif把这种航海的精神带到了这个新的岛屿。简单地说，和Leif一样，Biarni和他的伙伴们在到达格陵兰岛前连续看到了三个国家，每到一个新的地方他们就需要一艘船，直到Biarni径直来到了在那个最后提及的国家中他父亲的房子前。


  后来大部分的作家否定了这个故事，而且他们可能是对的。有可能Biarni是Leif从挪威出发经过美洲航海至格陵兰岛时的伙伴，也可能整个故事只不过是有关这次航海的断章取义叙述，Biarni不过是Leif的别名罢了。然而，值得注意的是，Leif拜访Olaf国王和Biarni拜访这个国王先辈的故事都发生在《扁平岛屿录》这本书中，所以，两个故事重叠的可能性不大。而且，Biarni没有在途经的任何岛屿上停留过，但Leif很显然登陆了一个岛屿，因为他带回了小麦、葡萄树和木材的样本。也没有足够的理由相信Biarni登陆的第一个岛屿就是文兰。第一个岛屿是“平坦、覆盖着森林”，而且“上面还有小山丘”。后来的作者没有着重强调森林，尤其是它们与文兰的关联，尽管这些森林经常被顺便提起。有关山丘，《传奇》仅在提到文兰时说，“哪里有山地，哪里就有葡萄树。”


  此外，如果这两个故事都出自同一个来源的话，我们应该能看到关于黑卢兰的非常接近的描述。《传奇》是这样描述的：“他们在那儿发现了平坦的大石头。”可是，根据Biarni的叙述，“这块土地很高而且多山。”两个故事中关于1、2、3、4号船都是虚构的，但这种神话故事被融入到叙述中并不会破坏它的史实性。另外，Biarni的叙述说主人公直接出现在他父亲房子前的格陵兰岛海岸，这一点也受到了置疑。但人们应该记得，Heriulfsness位于两座大山下，它是作为航海者的陆标的。


  如果不是本应更可信的《传奇》中有关Leif的航海故事和Biarni的故事同样令人惊奇的话，我可能更愿意放弃Biarni更早发现美洲这种看法。但是，Leif穿过整个北大西洋的航行据说是“极有可能的”，因为它与来自首选权威的叙述浑然一体，而Birani的则是“不大可能的”，甚至是“不可能的”，因为包含它的文本已经受到了责难。


  1. B 主旨题。文章第一段指出，有人认为是Leif Erikson发现了美洲，但也有人认为Biarni可能比Leif Erikson更早发现美洲；第二段对Biarni和Leif所做的航行进行了对比；第三段进一步论证是谁先发现的美洲；作者在最后一段表明，自己相信是Biarni先发现的美洲。综合推断可知，作者主要想证明可能是Biarni先发现的美洲，所以B正确。由第一段可知，有人认为Leif Erikson先发现了美洲，故排除A；第二段指出，Biarni首先登陆的可能是Wineland，故排除C；文中并未提到两人谁先登陆的Wineland，故排除D。


  2. A 细节题。文章第二段第二句提到，当Leif从挪威出发经过美洲航行到格陵兰岛时，Biarni很可能是其同伴，所以A正确。该句还提到，Leif很可能是Biarni的别名，但并未确定Leif就是Biarni的别名，故排除B；该段第四句指出，Biarni没有登陆他所经过的陆地，而Leif显然登陆过一个地方，故排除C；该段第三句指出，Leif拜访过Olaf国王，而Biarni则拜访过其前任国王，故排除D。


  3. A 推断题。由题干关键词two high mountains定位到文章第三段。该段最后两句指出，Biarni说他正好到达他父亲在格陵兰岛海边的房前，这一点也受到了质疑；但人们应该记得，Heriulfsness位于两座高山下，而这两座高山正是航海陆标；由此推断，作者提到两座高山是为了说明，由于作为航海陆标的那两座高山的存在，Biarni很可能刚好在他父亲在格陵兰岛海边的房子前靠岸，所以A正确。


  4. C 推断题。文章最后一段第一句指出，如果不是因为本应更可靠的《传奇》中提到的Leif航海故事和Biarni的故事同样令人惊异的话，作者恐怕就更容易放弃Biarni更早发现美洲这种看法。再结合作者下文提到Leif航海和Biarni航海时采用的用引号引出的probable和improbable、impossible可知，作者并不认为Biarni的航海故事是不真实的，所以C正确。


  5. A 推断题。文章最后一段第一句提到，《传奇》本应该更加可靠，再结合作者接下来对Leif航行和Biarni航行的真实性的论述可知，作者认为《传奇》中记录的事情可能并不可信，所以A正确。作者并未对“被批判的文件”、“更具权威的描述”或“官方文件”发表看法，故排除B、C、D三项。


  Passage 2


  想像一下让你在一个同性的社会里生活12年左右，你会有何反应？除非你确实有问题，否则至少你是不会乐此不疲的。因此，现实世界中很多父母选择把这种不正常的环境强加在孩子身上就更让人吃惊了——这种环境他们自己一刻都不愿忍受。


  关于这个话题的任何讨论都必定会质疑教育的目标。向孩子们灌输满脑子的知识远非最重要的。教育的主要目标之一就是给未来的公民准备好他们在成人社会占有一席之地所需要的一切。当今的成人社会由男人和女人组成，所以男女分开的学校怎么可能为他们的将来做好恰当的准备呢？任何人被隔离若干年后再进入成人社会都会遭受打击。


  男女同校的教育给孩子提供的完全是现实社会的真实缩影。男孩女孩都有机会互相了解，有机会学着从小在一起生活。在这里，他们可以在学习能力、体育运动成绩和许多课外活动方面进行相互比较，这些都是学校生活的一部分。（只举一个小小的例子）在学校的话剧中男生角色能够由男孩子扮演，女生角色则能够由女孩子扮演，这是多么实际的好处啊！而对男女同校教育中男孩子比女孩子聪明或者女孩子比男孩子聪明的非议简直是一派胡言！把男孩子和女孩子隔开会使他们感到自己被视为不同的人群。这样男女之间的敌对就形成了。而在男女同校的学校，一切都会正常发展。


  但是男女同校教育最大的贡献可能在于其倡导的健康的生活态度。男孩子在成长的过程中不用认为女人是神秘的生物——空想的女神，更像是童话中所描绘的人物，而不只是人类。女孩子在成长的过程中也不会幻想男人都是传奇式的英雄。在学校一起生活多年早就让他们消除了这种幻想。不存在长着雀斑、扎着辫子、声音尖锐刺耳和涂着指甲油的女神；也没有有多节膝盖、指甲肮脏、头发蓬乱的传奇式英雄。青春期的尴尬阶段使我们密切关注成长的生理和情感问题。这些问题在男女同校教育的环境中可以得到更好地解决。男女分开的学校有时则为性变态提供了环境。而这在男女同校教育体系中几乎是不可能的。到学生毕业离校之时，他们将作为已调整好心态的成人，为进入社会做好了充分的准备。他们在应付男女所面临的许多问题上已经有多年的经验。


  6. C 推断题。结合下文可知，作者在第一段表明了自己对待男女生隔离的学校的态度。该段第三句提到，除非你确实有毛病，否则至少你不会为此（到男女生隔离的学校上学）而高兴，由此推断，作者显然反对男女生隔离的学校，所以C正确。该段最后一句提到，许多家长竟然强行把孩子送进他们自身连一分钟都无法忍受的不正常环境（男女生隔离的学校），但并未表明孩子自己是否愿意，由此也可见，家长本身并不喜欢男女生隔离的学校，故排除A、D；该段并未提到有关男女合校的观点，故排除B。


  7. C 细节题。文章第二段第三句提到，教育的主要目的之一是为未来公民准备好在成人社会获得一席之地所需的一切，所以C正确。该段第二句提到，将孩子的头脑装满知识对他们来说远不是最重要的，故可排除其余三项。


  8. B 细节题。文章第三段首句提到，男女同校能给孩子们提供的完全是现实社会的真实缩影，由此可知，男女合校提供给孩子们的是真实社会的模型，而并非真实的生活或真实的社会情况，故排除C、D，确定B为答案。由下文可知，和他人相处的技巧只是男女合校带给孩子们的收获之一，故排除A。


  9. B 推断题。文章最后一段提到，男孩子在成长过程中不会认为女人是神秘的，女孩子也不会把男人想像成传奇英雄，多年来共同度过的校园生活消除了这类幻想，由此推断，在男女合校的学校里的男孩和女孩对彼此不存在幻想的原因是，多年来共同度过的校园生活，所以B正确。原文只提到他们共度校园生活，但并未提到他们彼此非常了解，故排除A、D；该段首句提到，男女合校最大的贡献或许是它所鼓励的健康的生活态度，但这并不是消除彼此幻想的根本原因，故排除C。


  10. C 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章后两段介绍了男女合校的优点，但并没有说只有男女合校教育才能与社会相协调，也并未提到人们开始意识到男女合校的重要性，故排除A、B；文章开始着重说明了男女生隔离的学校的弊端，接着介绍了男女合校的好处和必要性，可见作者认为男女合校教育优于男女分校教育，所以C正确；原文并未提到男女合校有许多特点，故排除D。


  Passage 3


  标准化测试的初衷是为了保证孩子毕业后具备读写能力。但由于学校不顾一切只为提高学生考试分数，这块原极富竞争力、并由州政府管辖的测试系统已经腐化成为一头赚钱的猛兽。至少，我所在地区的在职培训机构就倾向于给学生推销新的应试“策略”，这些“策略”旨在让学生通过考试，根本不管学生是否已经掌握了必备的技能。


  我这么说也许会招来很多人的反对——所有的考试材料制作公司、许多知道学校的业绩与这些虚假的学生成绩测评息息相关的学校管理人员、还有许多政客。但我认为，如果老师得到保证不会因发表不同意见而遭报复的话，他们当中许多人将会赞同我的观点；而且许多家长和学生也会赞同，考试已经成为学校的重中之重。


  考试维护者们会推崇现在正流行的将考试进行到底的口号，他们会简要提及公立学校中出现的问题，并最终都以一个口头禅“有责任”作结。然而，怎样才能让老师负责任呢？他们五周内必须举行五次测试，他们哪里来的时间进行教学？


  坦白地说，公立学校出现的问题在很大程度上正是由测评系统的崩溃而不是别的导致的。这种观点不为大众所接受，从政治的角度而言也不对，但它却是实实在在的。我曾遇到一年级学生问我和丈夫做爱的频率；他们因为家庭虐待而受到精神创伤，因而在学校不能安心学习；他们曾带着剃须刀来上学。这些问题并不能通过测试得以解决，除非我们也开始对家长和整个社会进行测试。


  因此，请不要像政客们标榜真理那样寻找“借口”。要我负责，甚至对受到虐待的孩子以及带着剃须刀来上学的孩子负责，可以。我不害怕负责任，我也不害怕“承担责任”，但是，除非你给我时间去教授他们，然后只让我为几个小时的文书工作和考试“分析”承担责任，因为让我为我无法进行的教授而负责是伪善而无用的。


  我们学区今年给我们“大幅”增加了工资，也给每天增加了半个小时的工作时间，并要求我们通过在无薪的周六“培训”中发展自身——这其中，许多都是以前那些为避免考试而离开学校的前任老师提出来的销售培训计划。然而我的许多打算离职的同事并不是因为工资水平低或无数个小时的无薪工作而离职。他们的离职，很简单，是因为当前的测试系统正在慢慢削弱公共教育的活力。数据显示离职老师的数目会增长。教师因为偶然的暴力、或因压力致疾而死亡的悲惨事件将被那些普普通通的老师们时不时加以抱怨，这些甘于奉献的老师依然留在岗位上，但却不知道为什么要留下。


  为考试的过度杀伤力而义正词严的那些老师仍将被认为是麻烦制造者，是不停抱怨的消极人士。然而在选民声讨政客和学校管理人员之前，这些考试将会继续窒息我们学校制度以及孩子的生命。


  11. A 推断题。文章第一段提到，标准化测试原本用来于保证孩子们毕业后具有读写能力，但学校却把所有精力都投入到提高考试分数上，这使得许多培训机构倾向于推销保证学生通过考试的新策略，而不管学生是否具备必要的技能；文章接下来对标准测试这一问题进行了分析，由此推断，作者是通过提出问题来引出文章主题的，故选A。


  12. A 推断题。文章第一段提到，学校和培训机构把注意力放在了提高学生考试分数上，对于学生是否掌握必备的技能则不闻不问；接下来的几段分析了这种教育观念所带来的问题：家长和学生抱怨考试过多，教师把大部分授课时间投入测试中，由此推断，作者关注的是学校中不合理的考试及其带来的后果，所以A正确。

  14. B 推断题。文章第四段首句提到，公立学校的问题主要是由测评系统的失败而造成的，接着作者列举了一年级学生面临的一系列问题，最后指出这些问题是考试无法解决的，由此推断，作者在批判考试的同时，试图找出公立学校问题的根源，故选B。


  15. B 推断题。文章倒数第二段第二句提到，作者有许多同事提出辞职，不是由于薪水低或是做很多无薪的工作，而仅仅是因为“测试系统”正在削弱公共教育的活力，由此推断，作者所在学区面临的问题是，许多教师因无法忍受公共教育的衰败而辞职，所以B正确。


  Passage 4


  为何美国土著学生可以拥有为自己量身定做的教育计划？他们的学习动机与多数盎格鲁后裔学生比起来，究竟有何不同？


  美国土著学生，无论年龄大小，都通过把原理技能运用在日常生活中来学习。如果要学习一项技能或者某门学科，这些土著学生首先必须了解该技能或学科是如何与日常生活相结合，这门技能或学科又是如何帮助他们在强有力的精神道路上持续向前。对于美国土著学生而言，学习的动力并非分数或奖励，而是学习可能带给他们将来的成功。因此，当学习环境不关注，甚至不考虑美国土著学生的文化和精神差异时，未来的成功就变成了一个不可捉摸的、遥不可及的目标。针对美国土著学生的教育计划必须实用、可行，并且建立在文化基础之上。美国土著人的教育动机，总体来说，更加关注所学课程以及技能是否会在未来生活中发挥作用，更加关注这些课程和技能是否会给美国土著大众群体带来利益。因为每一个土著个体在教育上得以成功，他都将成为大家的榜样，并且给大家带来希望，认为美国土著生活方式将持续下去。


  盎格鲁后裔孩子目前的教育模式早已形成，而美国土著孩子则不同，他们承受着文化排斥、身份危机、种族主义、贫穷和孤立、拙劣的行为榜样、家庭不稳定和家庭虐待、不良身心健康状态、以及不为人知的压力。美国土著学生，尤其那些从幼儿园到高中的学生，他们被社会纳为危险分子，处在危险中。文化阻碍以及教育上给他们带来的不良影响，使得许多美国土著孩子退学、吸毒、酗酒、犯罪，他们以为通过这些方式可以缓解他们对看似无法逾越的困难感到无能为力的情绪。


  在高等教育中，美国土著年轻人一直以来都处于劣势地位，其主要原因是如果一个年轻人能够在中学阶段顺利毕业，他/她通常要接受非土著美国教育。他们身处以白人文化为主导的环境中，这限制了他们的交流能力，也妨碍他们取得成功。蒂巴市中学，这个为偏远乡村的孩子提供住宿的学校，虽然能够非常成功地提高学生的考试成绩，升学率也比其他土著学校高，并且公共财产毁坏现象及青少年怀孕率保持低水平，但它并没有给美国土著孩子提供学习周围的白人文化以及和白人进行交流的机会。那么，城市里的美国土著学生情况又如何？我们能够为他们做些什么呢？


  我们可以提供专为美国土著学生设计的可选择教育计划。这些计划将提出有必要使美国土著学生慢慢适应城市生活和白人文化，这样会使他们得以发展必备的技能和教育，从而在多样的、相异的文化中取得成功。


  我们一再强调，我们需要传授给美国土著学生最首要的一门技能是，学会如何在不同的文化中生存下去，同时还要保持自己的文化本质。我们必须停止试图将美国土著青年融入白人社会文化模式的做法，我们应该允许他们根据自身文化方面的具体适用性以及价值观来生存和学习，为保留地以外的学术和个人生活做准备。

  17. B 语义题。被考查词所在句意为“文化……导致很多美国土著学生辍学、吸毒、酗酒……”，再结合上文提到的美国土著学生所面临的文化排斥（cultural exclusion），以及下文提到的他们看似不能克服的障碍（seemingly insurmountable obstacles）可知，B（障碍）最符合文意。A（把手）、C（差距）、D（缺点）均与原文不符。


  18. C 推断题。文章第四段指出，在高等教育中，美国土著学生一直处于劣势，而这通常是由于他们参与非土著的美国教育而造成的，他们无法在以白人为主导的文化中与别人交流并获得成功，由此推断，在非土著学校里的土著学生所面临的问题是，他们无法与白人文化互相作用，所以C正确。其他三项均与原文不符。


  19. A 推断题。文章第四段最后提出问题：我们能为美国土著学生做些什么？第五段首句就给出了问题的答案：我们可以为美国土著学生专门设计可选择的教育计划，由此推断，作者在帮助美国土著学生方面所给出的建议是，为他们设计专门的可选择的教育计划，所以A正确。帮助土著学生逐渐适应城市生活和白人文化是设计专门计划的目的，故排除B；C、D两项与最后一段内容相悖，故排除。


  20. B 态度题。文章第三、四段提到了美国土著学生所面临的问题，第五段说明了该如何帮助他们，由此推断，作者应该非常同情美国土著学生，所以才会呼吁为他们专门设计教育计划，故选B。A（冷漠的）、C（失望的）和D（悲观的）均不符合原文。



第五章　科普知识


  科普知识类文章在历年真题中的比例一般在16%左右。体裁主要为说明文，涉及专业性较强的科技知识。一般来说，这类文章主要是探讨一种新技术或材料的应用、通过实验对某一看法的验证、介绍某一自然现象等等。行文比较严谨，会出现一些超纲单词和长难句。


  该部分文章的内容也颇为广泛，从微观的细菌病毒、致幻药物到宏观的卫星探测、气候变化、火山活动与板块漂移，以及社会生活中一些高科技产品带来的影响和伦理冲突、人们的反思、科学方法的辩论等等都在讨论的范围之中。考生平时应尽量多积累特定领域或学科的常见词。在这里大家要注意，完全陌生的专业术语一般不会成为考查的重点，而是虚晃一枪，或是马上后面就有释义句或例子，完全可以从上下文推断出大致意思，见到不用太紧张。


  此类文章的结构特点如下：一般以设问句或陈述句开篇提出说明的要点；少数以类比的情况开头，实则要说的是关键词句之后的内容，下文再分层次具体阐述。注意段首句尾等地方，它常常按一定排列方式列举细节，如：时间顺序、因果关系、对比关系和事件的重要性等。读长难句时可以体会句与句间的连接词，留意文章段落之间的关系，整体把握。适当考虑文章讨论问题出现的原因、变化所产生的后果及其对人类的影响等等。

  At an office in Hampton, Virginia, in the east of the United States, a team of ten net savvy workers scours the web for sexual content, from basic sex education to sex acts. This “quality assurance” team is making sure that the blocking component of Symantec's Norton Internet Security 2000 computer program remains effective. This is because there is widespread parental concern about blocking websites with sexual content from children.


  Website blocking is nothing new—services like Net Nanny and programs like Cyber Patrol and Guard Dog have been around for a few years now, protecting children and reassuring parents that only wholesome websites are accessed by the youngsters. Net Nanny and Cyber Patrol will prevent access to any questionable sites when the program is in place.


  Now Symantec says it has created a new category in consumer software with a package that combines website blocking with a “firewall”, protecting your computer from hackers, snoopers and viruses, as well as preventing inadvertent disclosure of personal data.


  In short, Norton Internet Security（NIS）, as the program is called, is designed to serve as the guardian of your digital health, keeping the bad things out and the private things in.


  The Symantec program can be configured in many ways, the website blocking, for example, can be set to be either selectively permissive or total in its banning of websites, or switched off entirely. Also, Symantec's list of no-go areas, which on the CD now stand at around 36,000 addresses, is not confined to sex sites. The team in Virginia is also on the lookout for sites advocating drugs, or which contain references to violence or gambling, and keeps a watch on chat rooms, e-mail services, entertainment portals—even job search and financial pages. These sites can be blocked by the program.


  Computer users can also refresh the address list online with the Live Update feature which is used by Norton Anti-Virus（which is bundled with NIS）to load the latest virus definitions. This service is free for the first year but, including virus definition updates, it costs $19.95 a year thereafter.


  The system is not perfect, however. Limited testing found the blocking of some “questionable”sites was not comprehensive. Trying to get access to a well-known US site such as Playboy results in an immediate blocking message with a standard invitation to report an “incorrectly categorized” site. By contrast, you could find in other countries such as New Zealand a sex site.

  Part of the scientific faith of the late nineteenth century was the view that there was one and only one scientific method. This method, argued writers like Karl Pearson in his Grammar of Science, was the only sure method for arriving at knowledge in any sphere. The method was easily described: collect the facts in the area under study; order them into sequences, such that law like occurrences could be seen; then, write down the laws so identified. According to this view, disciplines differed only as to subject matter, since the unity of science consisted of its method alone. Also, according to this view, the results of scientific investigation （that is, new knowledge）will always be embodied in the form of a law connecting the facts in the area under study.


  Explanation, according to this view, is simply accounting for facts on the basis of a deduction from a known law or laws, or accounting for some subordinate law on the basis of a deduction from some more general law or laws. The most influential formulation of this explanation is Carl G Hempel's, perhaps most accessibly articulated in his article “Explanation in Science and History”. Sometimes, according to Hempel, such laws are of a strictly universal form and other times they are of a probabilistic or statistical form. They are assertions, in this latter case, of the kind that if certain specified conditions are realized then an occurrence of such and such a kind will come about with such a probability.


  I think that it would be true to say that in the late nineteenth century it was felt that one feature distinguishing physics from history as a discipline was that, even if they shared exactly the same method, physics had no need for the latter kind of probabilistic explanation—at least in principle—while in history it was unavoidable.


  However, in the twentieth century, whatever else may distinguish physics and history as disciplines it is not that physics uses only strictly universal laws and deductive explanations in the nineteenth century sense, while history does not. The physics of the century, from 1900 onward, has been interested in aggregates of certain classes of physical individuals （the particles）and in accounts of the individuals that would enable one to understand the aggregates. As a consequence partly of this interest in statistical data pertaining to the very small, as well as for a number of other reasons, physicists have tended to formulate the mechanics of the very small in terms of equations in which probabilistic notions are fundamental.

  Admittedly, minor accidents and slip-ups continue to shake public confidence in nuclear power. Given the unquantifiable risks that nuclear power carries, it is only right that the industry be subjected to the test of public opinion and due political process. However, this argues for exceptional vigilance, regulatory scrutiny and accountability—and not for bans or shut downs.


  Those nuclear operators with a good safety record deserve to have their licenses renewed, so that existing plants may run to the end of their useful lives. The Bush administration's enthusiastic support goes a lot further than this, however. It also wants to see new plants. Proponents of new nuclear powerstations make three arguments in their favor. They will enhance energy security by lessening dependence on fossil fuels; far from being environmentally harmful, they will be beneficial because they will reduce the output of greenhouse gases; and, most crucially, the economics of nuclear power has improved from the days when it was wholly dependent on bail out and subsidy.


  Yet these arguments do not stand up to scrutiny. The claim that governments should support nuclear power to reduce their vulnerability to the OPEC oil cartel is doubly absurd. Little oil is used in power generation: what nuclear power displaces is mostly natural gas and coal, which are not only more plentiful than oil but also geographically better distributed. Security is enhanced not by seeking energy self sufficiency but through diversification of supplies. Creating lots of fissile material that might be pinched by terrorists is an odd way to look for security anyway. What about the argument that climate change might be the great savior of nuclear power? Global warming is indeed a risk that should be taken more seriously than the Bush administration has so far done. Nuclear plants do not produce any carbon dioxide, which is the principal greenhouse gas. However, rushing in response to build dozens of new nuclear plants would be both needlessly expensive and environmentally unsound. It would make far more sense to adopt a carbon tax, which would put clean energy sources such as solar and wind on an equal footing with nuclear, whose waste poses an undeniable （if remote）environmental threat of its own for aeons to come. Governments should also dismantle all subsidies on fossil fuels—especially for coal, the dirtiest of all. They should adopt reforms that send proper price signals to those who use power, and so reduce emissions. Global warming certainly provides one argument in favor of nuclear power, but it is not sufficient on its own to justify a nuclear renaissance.

  The introduction of non-indigenous “exotic” species is now seen as a major threat to biodiversity. In 1825, a particularly vigorous female clone of itadori （called Japanese knotweed）was introduced into Holland and later distributed throughout Europe by the plant collector and nurseryman, Von Seibold. British gardeners loved it and by 1886 it was even found growing on cinder tips in South Wales. By the turn of the century, the plant had colonized many other sites, and gardeners were advised against planting it in shrubberies. By 1994, it was almost everywhere—railways, riversides, hedgerows, cemeteries—swamping a wide range of habitats and displacing rare species. Botanists' fears that the plant is still spreading and may yet colonize other new habitats have generated recent attempts to eradicate it by mechanical and chemical methods, all in vain as yet.


  The evidence stacked against Japanese knotweed is damning. But there is a deep anxiety that behind the desire to correct human ecological cook-ups—often manifest as a passion to save endangered species and vulnerable ecosystems—is a thinly disguised xenophobia; that we are simply seeing yet another form of ecological imperialism which defines what is “natural” based on human preferences.


  But whatever our reaction to “problem” or alien species is, it must involve moral decisions. And who should make such decisions and to what degree they are accountable must also be up for review. The conclusions of scientists and other sections of society may differ vastly about what to do about the introduced animals and plants that have become a common feature of everyday life. For example, the scheme to control rabbits in Australia by deliberately spreading the disease myxomatosis was a success in that huge numbers of rabbits were wiped out for the greater good—the “health” of Australian ecosystems . But would inflicting such a horrifically slow agonizing death on sentient creatures win popular support if it were proposed today?


  Scientists of biodiversity are by their very nature concerned with the organization of species into systems and not necessarily with the interests and well-being of individual, particularly those that are seen as a threat to the maintenance of those systems. Yet there is a growing feeling for the democratization of decisions concerning nonhuman life. The movement towards environmental values must surely involve a movement away from imperialism and a search for a relationship with nature as it truly is, rather than as we would design it. Then, when our lawns have long disappeared, we may yet come to honor the humble dandelion.

  赛门铁克的程序可以被设定为多种形式，以网站屏蔽为例，可以设置成部分屏蔽也可设置成全部屏蔽，或者完全将其关闭。另外，赛门铁克程序光盘上列出的禁入网站已多达3万6千个，不只局限于色情网站。维吉尼亚的工作小组还在关注那些宣传毒品，或是包含暴力、赌博内容的网站，同时也监视聊天室、邮件服务、娱乐端口，甚至是工作搜索网站和财务方面的网页，这些网站都可以被该程序屏蔽。


  计算机用户还可以用“诺顿防毒”程序（“诺顿网络安全特警”附带的）的“即时更新”功能在线刷新“禁入网站”名单，下载最新的病毒定义。这些服务在第一年是免费的，但之后包括对病毒定义的升级在内，每年要花费19.95美元。


  但是这种系统并不尽善尽美。有限的几次测试就发现对“有问题的”网站的屏蔽并不全面。比如，想要进入美国的知名网站，如“花花公子”，结果就会马上出现一条屏蔽信息，报告这是个“错误分类”的网站。相反，你可以找到其他国家的色情网站，比如新西兰的。


  1. D 推断题。文章第一段提到，质量保证小组正努力确保赛门铁克公司的计算机程序有效工作，因为世界各地的父母都关心色情网站的屏蔽，以免让孩子接触到这类网站。由此推断，家长担心孩子受到色情网站的毒害，故选D。选项B的内容在文中的确提到，但这并非本段的重点，故不选。


  2. A 语义题。由题干关键词wholesome定位第二段。该段提到，网站屏蔽可以保护孩子，也使家长放心，因为年轻人只能接触到____网站。上文提到家长关心一些不良网站的屏蔽，这里能使家长放心，说明年轻人浏览的应为内容健康的网站，结合选项A（健康的）、B（彻底的）、C（完全的）和D（完美的）可知，正确答案应为A。


  3. D 推断题。由题干关键词NIS定位文章第四段。该段首句的“总之”一词表明是对上段的总结，即第三段开始对这种新程序进行描述：它可以将网站屏蔽系统与防火墙结合起来，保护电脑免受黑客、偷窥者和病毒的袭击，同时也可防止无意中泄露个人信息。第四段则总结：“诺顿网络安全特警”被设计成数字健康的卫士，保护你的隐私……，结合选项可知应选D。其余三项A（为Symantec公司盈利）文中并未提到，B（允许其他人共享你的个人资料）与文意相悖，C（阻止你登录任何可疑的网站）说法过于绝对。


  4. C 推断题。由选项可知，本题内容涉及NIS program。文章第六段提到，计算机用户还可以用“诺顿防毒”程序的“即时更新”功能在线刷新“禁入网站”名单，下载最新的病毒定义，这些服务第一年是免费的，以后每年付19.95美元，排除A和D。文章之前还提到了该程序的功能：可以屏蔽内容不健康的网站，结合选项可知应选C。选项B以偏概全，文中提到包括对病毒定义的升级在内，每年要花费19.95美元，而不是说仅病毒定义就需要19.95美元。


  5. D 语义题。文章最后提到，系统并非尽善尽美，“花花公子”网站被屏蔽了，但却没能屏蔽新西兰的色情网站，由此推断，D正确。A（“花花公子”应该被包括在禁止网站的名单内）并非作者说这句话的重点，应排除；B（NIS在其他国家根本不奏效）、C（新西兰所有的网站都应该包括在禁止网站的名单内）两项过于武断，应排除。


  Passage 2


  19世纪末期的科学信仰中包括这样一种观点，即世界上有且仅有一种科学方法。一些作家指出（如卡尔·皮尔逊在其著作《科学的语法》中写道）：这种方法是惟一一种在任何领域都可获得知识的有效方法。这种方法描述起来十分容易：通过调查研究后，在该领域收集事实；将这些事实按顺序排好，以保证根据所发生的事件总结出定律；然后，将所发现的定律写下来。根据这种观点，既然科学是统一的，并且只包含这惟一一种方法，因此各个学科的区别仅仅在于内容的不同。同样，根据这种观点，科研调查的结果（也就是新知识）永远都是以在该领域进行调查的前提下连接各类事实的定律的形式所体现出来的。


  根据这种观点，解释仅仅是在演绎的基础上说明事实，而这种演绎来自于著名的定律，或者是在演绎的基础上说明某种从属定律，这种演绎来自于更普遍的定律。关于解释最具影响力的确切表达来自于卡尔吉·亨普尔，在他的《科学与历史中的解释》一文中表述得很清楚。根据亨普尔的观点，有的时候，这些定律有着十分严格的共同形式；其他时候，这些定律体现的则是概率或是统计数字的形式，这种情况下，这些定律属于论断，即如果满足某些具体条件，某种结果便会依某种概率而发生。


  在19世纪末期，人们认为物理作为一门学科，与历史相比，一个明显区别就是即使两种学科均使用同一种方法，但至少从原则上讲，物理没有必要进行概率解释，而历史这门学科则不可避免。我个人认为这种说法是正确的。


  但是，在20世纪，不论还有些什么别的特征可能用来区分物理学与历史学这两门学科，从以下角度加以区分肯定是不对的：物理学只是严格运用19世纪那个意义上的普遍规律和演绎性解释，而历史学并非如此。从1900年以后，20世纪的物理研究兴趣主要在于某些种类的物质个体（粒子）的总计及对这些物质个体的解释以便人们了解这种总计。部分地由于物理学对于微观世界的统计数据的兴趣，同时也由于很多其他相关原因，物理学家们倾向于用方程式来阐述微观世界的力学原理，而在这些方程式中，有关概率的概念是最基础的。


  6. C 推断题。由题干关键词Karl Pearson定位文章第一段。根据第二句之后的内容，可立即排除A （流行于每一个研究领域）；题干中的According to Karl Pearson相当于第四句的According to this view，因此可将答案锁定在此句，推断可知C与其内容一致，是正确答案；B（指导事实论据的搜集和整理）不全面；D中的plausible（似是而非的）是一种不确定的说法，不合文意。


  7. D 推断题。由题干中关键词Hempel定位第二段第三、四句，其中的such laws即general laws（普遍规律）。选项D概括了这两句的内容，all cases相当于第三句中的universal form（普遍型）， certain conditions即specified conditions（特定情况）。A（基于对事实的详细说明）、B（由演绎得出的从属定律构成）两项指的是explanation；C不全面，只是指general laws中的一种，即概率型或统计型。


  8. A 推断题。题干中的The author feels相当于第三段开头的I think，故答案应在此段之中。A说物理学和历史学有共同特点，即指此段所说的the same method（同样的方法），故为答案。B（同样的方法把历史学和物理学混为一谈）不合逻辑；C的compatible with（相符的）和D的was inapplicable to（不适用于）皆与句意相悖。


  9. D 推断题。由题干关键词20th century定位文章最后一段。文中指出用19世纪的普遍规律和演绎性解释来区分物理学和历史学是不对的。由此可知选项A（普遍规律不再只属于物理学）、B（演绎性解释在历史学中占主导地位）、C（历史学和物理学之间的区别变得模糊）是对文章的故意曲解；文章末句说，物理学家往往用方程式来阐述微观世界的力学原理，而方程式的基础就是概率概念，故推断可知D正确。


  10. C 推断题。由题干关键词physical particles定位最后一段第二、三句，其中提到20世纪的物理研究兴趣主要在于某些种类的物质个体的总计及对这些物质个体的解释以便人们了解这种总计，由此可知A（统计信息说明人们对总计的兴趣）因果颠倒；文中说物理学家们倾向于用方程式来阐述微观世界的力学原理，而在这些方程式中，有关概率的概念是最基础的，言外之意，微观世界的描述是以概率的概念为基础的，由此可知B（概率的概念由方程式而生）本末倒置，D （物理方程式可以解释概率理念）因果颠倒，而C（对其力学原理的描述基于统计数据）正确。


  Passage 3


  不可否认，一些小事故和疏忽一直在动摇着公众对核能的信心。就核能具有难以估量的潜在风险来说，核工业应该受到公众意见的考验和适当的政治进程的影响。无论如何，这都要求格外谨慎小心，制定详细的审查规章和责任制度，而不是下达禁令或责令关闭。


  那些具有良好安全记录的核电站应该有权利续签他们的许可证，以便现在的工厂可以运转到有效期结束。但是，布什政府的热情支持者要求更多。他们还希望看到新的核电厂。新核电厂的支持者提出了三条有利于自己的意见。他们将通过减少对矿物燃料的依赖来加强能源安全；核电站非但不会造成环境危害，而且是非常有益的，因为它们减少了温室气体的排放；最具决定性的是，核电站的经济状况已经有了改善，那些完全依靠补助和津贴的日子已经过去了。


  然而这些论证经不住仔细推敲。政府应该支持核电站的建设从而减少对石油输出国组织的依赖，这种要求是双重荒谬的。石油很少用于发电：核能所替代的主要是天然气和煤炭，而天然气和煤炭不仅比石油充裕，而且在地理分布上也更合理。能源安全不是通过寻求能源的自足来加强的，而是通过供应的多元化来实现的。不管怎么说，制造大量可能会被恐怖分子偷窃的核燃料是寻求能源安全的蹩脚办法。那种认为气候变化可能是核能的大救星的观点又如何呢？全球变暖确实是一个需要布什政府更严肃地对待的风险。核电站不制造任何作为主要温室气体的二氧化碳。但是，对此作出仓促回应，建立许多新的核电站，不仅是不必要的花费，对环境来说也是不安全的。采取一种对碳燃料进行征税的办法，会将清洁的能源如太阳能和风能放到与核能（其废料将对未来造成不可否认的环境威胁）同样重要的地位，这将会更有意义。政府也应当废除所有对矿物燃料的补助——尤其是煤炭这种最脏的燃料。他们应当采取一些改革措施，将适当的价格信号发送到使用此燃料者那里，从而减小排放量。全球变暖确实为核能的使用提供了有利的论据，但它自己并不足以证明核能应用的复兴是正当的。


  11. B 推断题。由题干关键词public's opinion定位文章第一段。该段着重描述了大众对核电技术的种种忧虑和看法，群众所要求的并非禁止或关闭所有核电站，而是强调“高度警惕”以及“定期检查评估”，对于运行安全的核反应堆可以续发执照，以便充分利用现有的核电资源，故正确答案为B。其余选项A（由于核事故的潜在危险，人们对核能几乎没有信心）与文中的shake public confidence（动摇公众的信心）不相符，C（人们认为避免核灾难最好的方法是关闭所有的核电站）和D（人们同意禁止现有的核电厂运转到有效期结束）与文意相悖，故错误。


  12. D 细节题。由题干关键词Bush administration定位第二段。该段列举了布什政府支持建设更多核电站的三个主要原因。在提到第三个原因时，用了most crucially（最具决定性的），表明现任政府支持核电发展最主要的原因是核电站的建设和运营已不再完全依赖政府的财政援助，故答案应为D。


  13. D 细节题。由题干关键词energy security定位文章第三段。该段着重探讨了核电的发展是否有助于实现能源安全的问题。该段中有几处关键信息表明作者认为：能源安全不是通过寻求能源的自足来加强的，而是通过供应的多元化来实现的。由此可以排除选项C，确定D项为答案。


  14. D 推断题。最后一段中作者提出了几点有助于环保的建议：推广使用清洁能源，取消政府对化石燃料的补贴，以及通过价格改革控制废气排放；在最后重申全球气候变暖不足以成为大规模发展核电的理由，综合推断可知选项D正确。


  15. B 推断题。在第三段中作者借Global warming is indeed a risk that should be taken more seriously than the Bush administration has so far done含蓄批评了布什政府的环境政策，因此选项B正确。而选项A、C、D所涉及的内容，作者在文章中直截了当地阐述了，故不合题意。


  Passage 4


  非本土的外来物种的传入现在被视为是对生物多样性的一个主要威胁。1825年，一种具有相当旺盛生命力的itadori（称为虎杖）雌性克隆植物被引进荷兰，并随后由植物收藏家和园丁Von Seibold推广到全欧洲。英国的园丁们很喜欢它，到1886年在南威尔士甚至都能看到它们长在煤渣上。到20世纪初，这种植物已经侵占了其他一些地方，园丁们被告知不要把它种在灌木林里。到1994年，这种植物几乎到处都是——铁道、河岸、灌木篱墙、公墓，覆盖了很大一片地方，并取代了一些稀有品种。植物学家们担心这种植物还会不断繁殖并可能抢占新的生存空间。这种忧虑促使人们用机械和化学的方法来尝试根除它，但至今为止仍徒劳无功。


  不利于虎杖的依据是确定无疑的，但还存在一层更深的忧虑。那就是在纠正人类给生态带来的灾祸的愿望背后——通常表现为一种挽救濒临灭绝的动物和脆弱的生态系统的激情——是一种未经多少掩饰的仇外情结。那忧虑还在于我们看到了另一种生态帝国主义，以人类的喜好来决定什么是“自然的”。


  但是无论我们对“问题”或外来物种的反应如何，它都必须包含道德的决定。谁应该做这样的决定以及他们对这样的问题应负责的程度也必须被重新认识。科学家和其他社会部门的结论的不同可能很大部分在于如何对待已经成为日常生活共同特色的外来的动植物。例如，澳大利亚通过故意散布多发黏液瘤病来控制兔子的数量并取得了成功。大量的兔子为了更大的利益——澳大利亚生态系统的“健康”——而被消灭。但是如果在当今这种造成反应灵敏的生物如此恐怖地、缓慢痛苦地死亡的提议再被提出来的话，它还会得到人们广泛的赞同吗？


  从事生物多样性研究的科学家本质上是关心作为一种系统存在的物种的，而并不关心单个生物的利益和生存状态，特别是那些被视为对维护生态系统造成威胁的生物。但现在存在一种渐长的情绪要求对非人类生物所做的决定的民主化。争取环境价值的运动必须确实包含远离帝国主义的运动以及对人与自然关系的探索，这种关系是真实存在的而不是由人类自己设计出来的。于是，当我们大片大片的草地消失的时候，我们才可能来尊敬卑贱的蒲公英。


  16. A 推断题。由题干关键词Botanists和the Japanese knotweed定位文章第一段。该段首句讲到外来物种对生物多样性造成了威胁，接着以虎杖为例来支持这一论点，指出这一物种占领了很大一片地方，并取代了一些稀有品种，由此可推知，铲除虎杖的原因就是它威胁了生物多样性，正确答案为A。


  17. D 态度题。第一段讨论了人们普遍接受的一种观点，并以铲除虎杖的尝试为例来支持这种观点，第二段提出了由这一事例引发的思考和作者自己的看法——虎杖的命运反映了人们为维护本地生物多样性而表现出的一种排外心理，即人们按照自己的喜好来维护那些所谓“自然”的东西，故选D。其余选项A（值得称道），由文中的in vain（徒劳）可知作者并不看好这种做法，B（反映了人们保护生态多样性的愿望）和C（展示了人们保护濒危物种和脆弱的生态系统的热情）均非作者的想法。


  18. D 语义题。由题干关键词xenophobia定位第二段。该段中被考查词xenophobia的前后句都是对其的解释。主要内容是：人们表现出的为挽救脆弱的生态系统的激情，是一种未经多少掩饰的xenophobia情结，那忧虑还在于我们看到了另一种生态帝国主义。结合上文我们知道，这种植物是外来的，当其发展影响到本土的植物时人们就尝试根除它，由此可推测xenophobia意为“排外主义，仇外”，故选D。


  19. C 推断题。作者在第三、四段中就如何对待外来物种提出了自己的看法：在第三段中指出由谁作出决定，以及他们对此问题应负多大责任，都是值得商榷的问题；第四段中更加明确地提出决策民主化的观点，综合推断可知正确答案为C。其余三项A（由谁来做这样的决定仍有待商榷）没有C全面，B（这些决定应该以科学家的结论为基础）与文意相悖，D（铲除所有外来物种在道德上是无法接受的）说法过于绝对。


  20. C 细节题。本题可从选项入手，A（为了本土物种而铲除外来物种是可以接受的）与文中提到的生态帝国主义和考虑道德因素相悖，可排除；B（人们纠正生态混乱的种种努力实际上都以生态系统研究为基础）文章并未提到，可排除；C（人们对外来物种的态度涉及道德因素）符合文意，故为答案；文章结尾处指出，人们在探索环境价值的过程中应该积极地探索与大自然的关系，而不是凭着人类的喜好去设计自然，故D错误。

  Bracken fern has been spreading from its woodland strongholds for centuries, but the rate of invasion into open countryside has lately increased alarmingly throughout northern and western Britain. As a tough competitor, bracken reduces the value of grazing land by crowding out other vegetation. The fern is itself poisonous to livestock, and also encourages proliferation （增殖）of sheep ticks, which not only attack sheep but also transmit diseases. No less important to some people are bracken's effects on threatened habitats and on the use of uplands for recreational purposes, even though many appreciate its beauty.


  Biological controls may be the only economic solution. One potentially cheap and self-sustaining method of halting the spread of bracken is to introduce natural enemies of the plant. Initially unrestrained by predators of their own, foreign predators are likely to be able to multiply rapidly and overwhelm intended targets. Because bracken occurs throughout the world, there is plenty of scope for this approach. Two candidates, both moths from the Southern Hemisphere, are now being studied.


  Of course, biological control agents can safely be released only if it can be verified that they feed solely on the target weed. The screening tests have so far been fraught with difficulties. The first large shipment of moths succumbed to a disease. Growing enough bracken indoors is difficult. These are common problems with rearing insects for biological control.


  Other problems can be foreseen. Policymakers need to consider many factors and opinions such as the cost of control compared to existing methods, and the impact of the clearance of bracken on the landscape, wildlife, and vegetation. In fact, scientists already have much of the information needed to assess the impact of biological control of bracken, but it is spread among many individuals, organizations, and government bodies. The potential gains for the environment are likely to outweigh the losses because few plants, insects, mammals, and birds live associated only with bracken, and many would benefit from a return of other vegetation or from a more diverse mosaic of habitats. But legal consequences of attempts at biological control present a potential minefield. For example, many rural tenants still have the right of “estovers”—the right to cut bracken as bedding for livestock and other uses. What would happen if they were deprived of these rights? Once a biological control agent is released, it is difficult to control its spread. What consideration is due for landowners who do not want to control bracken? According to law, the release of biological control agents must be authorized by the secretary of state for the environment. But Britain lacks the legal and administrative machinery to assemble evidence for and against release.

  It has been known for many decades that the appearance of sunspots is roughly periodic with an average cycle of eleven years. Moreover, the incidence of solar flares and the flux of solar cosmic rays, ultraviolet radiation and x-radiation all vary directly with the sunspot cycle. But after more than a century of investigation, the relation of these and other phenomena, known collectively as the solar-activity cycle, to terrestrial weather and climate remains unclear. For example, the sunspot cycle and the allied magnetic-polarity cycle have been linked to periodicities discerned in records of such variables as rainfall, temperature, and winds. Invariably, however, the relation is weak, and commonly of dubious statistical significance.


  Effects of solar variability over longer terms have also been sought. The absence of recorded sunspot activity in the notes kept by European observers in the late seventeenth and early eighteenth centuries has led some scholars to postulate a brief cessation of sunspot activity at that time （a period called the Maunder minimum）. The Maunder minimum has been linked to a span of unusual cold in Europe extending from the sixteenth to the early nineteenth centuries. The reality of the Maunder minimum has yet to be established, however, especially since the records that Chinese naked-eye observers of solar-activity made at that time appear to contradict it. Scientists have also sought evidence of long-term solar periodicities by examining indirect climatologically data, such as fossil records of the thickness of ancient tree rings. These studies, however, failed to link unequivocally terrestrial climate and the solar-activity cycle, or even to confirm the cycle's past existence.


  If consistent and reliable geological or archaeological evidence tracing the solar-activity cycle in the distant past could be found, it might also resolve an important issue in solar physics: how to model solar-activity? Currently, there are two models of solar-activity. The first supposes that the Sun's internal motions （caused by rotation and convection）interact with its large-scale magnetic field to produce a dynamo, a device in which mechanical energy is converted into the energy of a magnetic field. In short, the Sun's large-scale magnetic field is taken to be self-sustaining, so that, the solar-activity cycle it drives would be maintained with little overall change for perhaps billions of years. The alternative explanation supposes that the Sun's large-scale magnetic field is a remnant of the field the Sun acquired when it formed, and is not sustained against decay; in this model, the solar mechanism dependent on the Sun's magnetic field runs down more quickly. Thus, the characteristics of the solar-activity cycle could be expected to change over a long period of time. Modern solar observations span too short a time to reveal whether present cyclical solar-activity is a long-lived feature of the Sun, or merely a transient phenomenon.

  In promising to fuse media as diverse as television, telephone communication, video games, music and data transmission, the era of digital convergence goes better than yesterday's celebrated “information superhighway”. Yet achieving this single technology is far from straightforward. There are currently three major television broadcast standards, and they are all incompatible with each another. But this is nothing compared to the many technologies supporting the Internet, each with a different bandwidth and physical media.


  The problems faced in designing platforms and communication systems that will be accepted across the world can appear insuperable. Even once global standards are assured, however, a further obstacle lies in wait. The Internet is plagued by long, erratic response times because it is a pull technology, driven by patterns of user demands. Push technology, on the other hand, reverses the relationship: servers simply send information to passive users, as in television and radio. But if some form of combination between one way television flow and interactive Internet is to be the basis of our future media, it is hard to see how it could be operated. Moreover, the problem of fusing Internet with television is also one of defining the services offered. Information, entertainment and relaxation appear at first to be quite different needs. Serious doubts remain over whether consumers will be interested in having to make the sort of mental effort associated with computing while also settling down in front of a sitcom. Besides the issue of consumer habits, infrastructure costs are set to be immense, and will have to be met by national states or the private sector before being passed on to users.


  Platforms do not necessarily have to be expensive. The mobile phone is a good example of how something that is technologically sophisticated can almost be given away, with its cost recovered through service charges. Users are then coerced through clever marketing to upgrade to newer phones with more features to reinforce their dependence. Whatever the outcome, it is obvious that technology will play an increasing part in our everyday lives. Beyond technology, digital convergence embraces the services, industrial practices and social behavior that form modern society. We have in our hands the technology to construct the most sophisticated machines ever built, but if they are unusable, simply because of their operating instructions, then recent lessons have taught us they will not survive. Whatever we design must be simple, reliable and useful. Perhaps this is where artificial intelligence will come in.

  About a century ago, the Swedish physical scientist Arrhenius proposed a law of classical chemistry that relates chemical reaction rate to temperature. According to his equation, chemical reactions are increasingly unlikely to occur as temperature approaches absolute zero, and at absolute zero, reactions stop. ① However, recent experiment evidence reveals that although the Arrhenius equation is generally accurate in describing the kind of chemical reaction that occurs at relatively high temperature, at temperatures closer to zero a quantum-mechanical effect known as tunneling comes into play; this effect accounts for chemical reactions that are forbidden by the principles of classical chemistry. Specifically, entire molecules can tunnel through the barriers of repulsive forces from other molecules and chemically react even though these molecules do not have sufficient energy, according to classical chemistry, to overcome the repulsive barrier.


  The rate of any chemical reaction, regardless of the temperature at which it takes place, usually depends on a very important characteristic known as its activation energy. Any molecule can be imagined to reside at the bottom of a so-called potential well of energy. A chemical reaction corresponds to the transition of a molecule from the bottom of one potential well to the bottom of another. In classical chemistry, such a transition can be accomplished only by going over the potential barrier between the wells, the height of which remains constant and is called the activation energy of the reaction. In tunneling, the reacting molecules tunnel from the bottom of one to the bottom of another well without having to rise over the barrier between the two wells. Recently researchers have developed the concept of tunneling temperature: the temperature below which tunneling transitions greatly outnumber Arrhenius transitions, and classical mechanics gives way to its quantum counterpart.


  This tunneling phenomenon at very low temperatures suggested my hypothesis about a cold prehistory of life: formation of rather complex organic molecules in the deep cold of outer space, where temperatures usually reach only a few degrees（Kelvin）. Cosmic rays might trigger the synthesis of simple molecules, such as interstellar formaldehyde, in dark clouds of interstellar dust. Afterward complex organic molecules would be formed, slowly but surely, by means of tunneling. After I offered my hypothesis, Hoyle and Wickramashinghe argued that molecules of interstellar formaldehyde have indeed evolved into stable polysaccharides such as cellulose and starch. ② Their conclusions, although strongly disputed, have generated excitement among investigators such as myself who are proposing that the galactic clouds are the places where the prebiological evolution of compounds necessary to life occurred.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  欧洲蕨已经从其大本营林地向外蔓延几个世纪了，但在英国的北部和西部，欧洲蕨最近向田野蔓延的速度却快得惊人。作为一种极具侵略性的植被，欧洲蕨会排挤其他植被，这就会降低牧场的质量。这种蕨类本身对牲畜有毒，还会促进羊扁虱的繁殖，而羊扁虱不仅会侵袭羊，还会传播疾病。尽管许多人都欣赏欧洲蕨的美丽，但对某些人来说，欧洲蕨对家园的威胁和其对山地改造的作用同样重要。


  生物控制可能是惟一经济的解决方法。一种廉价的能终止欧洲蕨蔓延且能自我维持的潜在方法，就是引进该植物的天敌。由于外来生物最初没有天敌的限制，它们很可能迅速繁殖并超过既定目标。因为世界各地都有欧洲蕨，所以要实施生物控制，有很大的选择范围。两种来自于南半球的飞蛾成为候选对象，正在接受研究。


  当然，只有在被证实仅以目标植物为食之后，生物控制媒介才会被安全地放到自然环境中。迄今，筛选测试困难重重。首批船运而来的大量飞蛾死于某种疾病；在室内种植足够的欧洲蕨也很困难。这些都是为生物控制而饲养昆虫常见的问题。


  其他问题也是可以预见的。决策者需要考虑许多因素和意见，例如，与现有方法相比生物控制的成本，清除欧洲蕨对风景、野生动植物和植被的影响。事实上，科学家已经掌握了评估生物控制欧洲蕨造成的影响所需要的大量资料，但这些资料分散在许多个人、组织和政府部门手中。对环境而言，潜在收益很可能要大于损失，因为很少有植物、昆虫、哺乳动物和鸟类的生存仅仅与欧洲蕨相关，而且其中许多还将从其他植被的恢复或更为多样化的栖息地中受益。但是尝试生物控制的法律后果可能很麻烦。例如，许多农民仍然享有“必需品”的权利——采割欧洲蕨用作牲畜的草垫和其他用途的权利。如果他们被剥夺了这些权利，将会发生什么呢？一种生物控制媒介一旦被放到自然中，就很难控制其蔓延。对于不想控制欧洲蕨的土地所有者来说，怎样的考虑才是合理的呢？依照法律，生物控制媒介的释放必须得到国家环境部长的批准，但英国缺乏必要的法律和管理机构来收集支持和反对释放生物控制媒介的证据。


  1. C 主旨题。通读全文可知，文章前半部分指出生物控制似乎是解决欧洲蕨蔓延的最好办法，而后半部分又提到，要实施生物控制，得先评估可能产生的后果，故选C。文中并未提到生物控制是不可行的，只是提出了实施生物控制将面临的问题，故排除A。B（虽然欧洲蕨对牲畜有毒，但有些其他的植物和生物只与它构成共生关系）说法正确，但只是文章提到的一个方面。D（欧洲蕨是目前应付外来蛾类最好的方法）原文并未提及，应排除。


  2. A 推断题。由题干关键词sheep ticks定位文章第一段。该段中间提到，欧洲蕨本身对牲畜有毒，还能促进羊扁虱的繁殖，由此推断，在欧洲蕨蔓延的地方，羊扁虱的数量应该也会增多，故选A。文中提到羊扁虱不仅会侵袭羊，还会传播疾病，因此B应排除。选项C、D的内容文中未提及。


  3. B 推断题。文章第一段提到欧洲蕨会排挤其他的植被，并且还会间接传染疾病，这些都是它的不利条件，故可排除C和D。文章第一段最后提到，许多人都欣赏欧洲蕨的美丽，由此推断，欧洲蕨从审美角度来说是可以接受的，故选B。文章第一段提到欧洲蕨的过快繁殖和扩张带来了许多危害，故选项A不能算是优点。


  4. C 推断题。文章末段首句指出，还有一些问题是可以预见的，接下来具体说明了采用生物控制方法之前还应考虑的一些问题，结合选项可知，应选C。其余三项A（对前面段落提供的论点的总结）、B（排除分歧的论点以强调惟一剩下的结论）和D（列举生物控制的优点）均不合题意。


  5. C 细节题。文章首句指出，欧洲蕨已经从其大本营林地向外蔓延几个世纪了，但在英国的北部和西部，欧洲蕨最近向田野蔓延的速度却快得惊人，故选C。A、B、D三项原文均未提及，应排除。


  Passage 2


  几十年来，众所周知，太阳黑子的出现大概平均以11年为一个周期。此外，太阳耀斑的入射和太阳宇宙射线的流量，紫外线和X光线都直接随着太阳黑子的周期而变化。但经过一个多世纪的研究，上述现象和一些其他现象（统称为太阳活动周期）与大陆天气和气候的关系仍然不明晰。例如：人们已经把太阳黑子周期及相关的磁极性周期和通过记录雨量、温度、风等变量而了解的周期联系了起来。但是这种联系总是不稳固的，其统计学意义通常也是不可靠的。


  人们也一直在探寻太阳可变性的更长久的影响。17世纪晚期和18世纪早期的欧洲观察者所做的记录，使得一些学者作出了如下假设：那一时期的太阳黑子活动暂时中止了（该时期被称为蒙德极小期）。蒙德极小期被认为与欧洲从16世纪到19世纪早期不寻常的寒冷有关，但蒙德极小期的事实仍有待确定，因为中国人那时通过肉眼观察到的太阳活动似乎与此相矛盾。科学家还通过研究诸如古树化石的年轮厚度等间接的气候数据来寻找长期太阳活动周期的依据。但这些研究没能明确地将大陆气候和太阳活动周期联系起来，甚至没能证实周期过去是存在的。


  如果能够找到很久以前追踪太阳周期的一致的、可靠的地质学或考古学证据，那就可能解决太阳物理学中一个重要的问题：如何模拟太阳活动？目前有两种太阳活动模型。第一种模型假设太阳的内部运动（由旋转和对流引起的）与其大规模的磁场相互作用形成了发电机，其中，机械能量被转化成磁场能量。简而言之，太阳的大规模磁场可以自我维持，因此，它所推动的太阳运动周期可能几十亿年都不会有整体的变化。另一种模型假设太阳的大规模磁场是太阳形成时所获得的磁场的残留，不是永不衰退的。在该模型中，依赖于太阳磁场的太阳机器会更快地停止，因此太阳活动周期的特性在长时期内应该会有所改变。现代所进行的太阳观察活动持续时间过短，无法显示现今循环进行的太阳活动是太阳长久以来的特性，抑或仅仅是瞬时现象。


  6. B 细节题。由文章第一句可知太阳黑子的出现是有规律的，可排除A。由第二句可知紫外线会随着太阳黑子的周期而变化，故B正确。该段接着提到太阳黑子的周期运动与地球气候变化的关系一直没有弄清楚，但并未表明两者没有关系，故C错误。最后一句提到太阳黑子周期与雨量、温度、风等变量有联系，但并未说明这些变量是太阳黑子的决定因素，故D错误。


  7. A 推断题。由题干关键词Chinese records定位文章第二段第四句，该句提到，蒙德极小期的真实情况还有待确定，尤其是因为中国人用肉眼观察太阳黑子所做的记录与欧洲观察者的发现相矛盾，结合选项可知A正确。其余三项B（它们表明蒙德极小期无法与气候相关联）、C（它们表明蒙德极小期可能对欧洲有效）和D（它们确定了蒙德极小期全世界范围内反常冷气候周期的存在）均不合题意。


  8. C 推断题。文中第二段提到，中国人用肉眼观察的结果与蒙德极小期的观点相矛盾，也就是说中国人用肉眼观察到的结果应该是太阳黑子的活动没有暂时停止，即C所说的记录了一些太阳黑子的活动。A（是模糊的，因为大多数太阳黑子是无法用肉眼看到的）、B（进行的气候条件与在欧洲所进行的观测相同）、D（比同期在欧洲所做的观测更可靠）三项原文均未提及，应排除。


  9. C 推断题。由文章第三段可知，第一个太阳活动的模型主要是指太阳的活动是相对稳定的，也许几十亿年间太阳的活动周期都不会改变，由此推断，短时间内的现象不能支持这一论点，故排除A、B、D三项，选C。


  10. D 推断题。文章第二段倒数第二句提到，科学家们通过研究间接的气候数据，如古树化石年轮厚度的数据来寻找太阳长期活动的周期性的依据，由此可知，古树年轮的厚度就是一种间接反映天气情况的数据，应该可以反映大陆气候的变化，故选D。


  Passage 3


  数字集成时代比以往闻名于世的“信息高速公路”更具吸引力，它向人们呈现出一种把各种媒介像电视、电话通讯、电视游戏、音乐及数据传输整合在一起的美好前景。然而，实现这项单一的技术却远非一蹴而就。目前，主要有三种电视节目传播标准，这些标准之间是互不兼容的；但这与众多支持因特网的科技相比根本不值得一提，这些科技都有不同的带宽和物理媒介。


  在设计世界范围内可接受的平台及通讯系统方面所遇到的问题看起来是难以克服的。即使能确保全球标准统一，仍然有进一步的障碍无法逾越。因特网受到长期不稳定的回应次数的困扰，这是因为因特网是拉动科技，这种科技受使用者不同需求的形式所拉动。另一方面，推动科技则颠倒了这种关系：服务器仅仅向被动的使用者发送信息，像电视与收音机那样。但是，如果单向电视接收与因特网互动能够采用某种形式结合起来，构成我们未来媒介的基础，其操作形式也很难想像。此外，将因特网与电视结合起来的问题还在于如何定义所提供的服务。信息、娱乐以及消遣首先看起来是源于不同的需求。对于消费者是否在收看情景喜剧之时仍有兴趣进行与计算机有关的脑力劳动这一问题仍存在严重的怀疑。除了消费者的习惯问题，基础设施的经费数字庞大，并且在传输给使用者之前必须由国家或是私营部门来承担。


  平台并不一定造价昂贵。移动电话即是一个很好的范例，几乎可以克服其复杂精密的技术的限制，因为费用可以通过服务费收回。通过精明的营销，可以迫使使用者更新换代成具有更多性能的新手机来强化对技术的依赖。无论结果如何，很明显，科技将在我们日常生活中起到越来越重要的作用。数字集成超越了科技，包括了构成现代社会的服务、工业实践以及社会行为。我们所掌握的科技可以创造出最复杂精密的仪器，但是如果这些仪器仅仅因为操作说明问题不能被使用，那么根据我们以往的经验，这些仪器将无法存在。无论我们设计什么，都必须简单、可靠并且有用。或许这就是人工智能所能派上用场的地方。


  11. C 语义题。由题干关键词digital convergence定位文章第一段。该段具体解释了digital convergence（数字集成），即将电视、电话、游戏、音乐和数据传输融为一体，故答案为C。其余三项A（通讯系统的多样化）、B（将娱乐和通讯分开）和D（直接传输数据）均不合题意。


  12. B 推断题。由题干关键词pull technology定位第二段。该段谈及在实现数字集成的过程中存在的另一障碍——各种媒体不同的经营理念（pull technology and push technology），由上下文可知，pull technology指那种以消费者需求为中心的服务理念，故选B。干扰项C为push technology的定义。


  13. B 推断题。由题干关键词combine television and the Internet定位第二段。该段由总到分，由概括到具体，以互联网和电视结合的具体困难为例，分析了数字集成难以实现的一个重要原因——各种媒体的不同服务理念（Moreover, the problem of fusing Internet with television is also one of defining the services offered），故B正确。其余选项中，A（这种结合没有全球统一的标准）与该段第二句提到的Even once global standards are assured相悖，C（电视是非交互式的，而因特网是交互式的）在文中并未提到，D（这种结合忽视了顾客的不同需求）不是根本原因，故排除。


  14. C 细节题。由题干关键词the cost for digital convergence定位最后一段。本题问及数字集成过程中存在的另一障碍——高额成本，作者并没有就此展开论述，而是通过移动电话成功推广的实例，提出了解决方案，即费用可以通过服务费收回，故选C。其余三项A（基础设施建设的费用太高，难以实现）、B（基础设施成本应该由国家负担）、D（高成本可以通过有效的市场营销吸引顾客来回收）均不合题意。


  15. D 细节题。题干问最终有助于实现数字集成的是什么，在文章的末尾作者总结到，数字集成的实现不仅仅是技术支持的关系，它涉及到服务、商业经营和构成现代社会的种种社会行为，此外作者还进一步提出人工智能技术或许能够帮助解决目前的问题，由此可见答案应为D。


  Passage 4


  大约100年前，瑞典物理科学家阿列纽斯提出一条把化学反应速率和温度联结起来的经典化学定律。根据他的等式，温度越接近绝对零度，化学反应越不可能发生，在达到绝对零度时，化学反应停止。然而近期实验表明，尽管阿列纽斯等式在描述相对较高温度下的这类化学反应时大体是正确的，但在温度接近零度时，量子力学效应也就是众所周知的贯穿势垒效应开始起作用，这一效应解释了经典化学定理所禁止的化学反应。确切地说，根据经典化学，所有分子能够通过其他分子的重重阻碍，发生化学反应，即使这些分子没有足够的能量来克服重重阻碍。


  不管化学反应发生时的温度如何，一切化学反应的速率通常取决于一个非常重要的因素，也就是众所周知的活化能。可以想像任何一个分子都位于被称为能量势阱的底部。化学反应相当于分子从一个势阱底部跃迁到另一个势阱底部。在经典化学中，这种跃迁只有跨过两阱之间的势垒才能完成，势垒的高度保持不变，被称为反应的活化能。在贯穿势垒效应中，起反应的分子无需跨越两阱之间的势垒，就能从一个势阱底部跃迁到另一个势阱底部。最近，研究人员提出了贯穿势垒温度的概念：低于该温度，贯穿势垒跃迁在数量上大大超过阿列纽斯反应转移，而经典力学被量子力学所取代。


  在非常低的温度下的贯穿势垒现象使我想起了我对寒冷的史前生命的假设：在通常绝对温度只有几度（开氏温度）、极为寒冷的外层空间有相当复杂的有机分子形成。宇宙射线可能会引发简单分子的合成，诸如在星际尘埃的黑云中形成的星际甲醛。之后复杂的有机分子就会形成，尽管很慢，但肯定会贯穿势垒。我的假设提出后，Hoyle和Wickramashinghe声称星际甲醛分子确实形成了稳定的多糖类物质，如纤维素和淀粉。尽管他们的结论遭到强烈的非议，但还是在研究人员中引起了不小的骚动，比如像我这样的研究者，认为银河系的星云是生命起源前生命所必需的化合物进行演化的地方。


  16. D 细节题。文章第一段指出，根据阿列纽斯的方程式，在温度接近绝对零度的时候化学反应就不太可能发生了，当温度达到绝对零度时，化学反应就停止了，所以D正确。


  17. B 细节题。文章第二段提到，化学反应相当于是分子从一个势阱底部跃迁到另一个势阱底部，在经典化学中，这种跃迁只有跨过两阱之间的势垒才能完成；在贯穿势垒效应中，起反应的分子无需跨越两阱之间的势垒，就能从一个势阱底部跃迁到另一个势阱底部，由此可知，两类反应中，都有分子从一个势阱底部跃迁到另一个势阱底部，所以B正确。


  18. C 推断题。文章最后一段首句指出，极低温时的贯穿势垒现象使作者想到了自己有关寒冷的史前生命的假说，由此推断，既然是假说，那作者的态度就应该是有些肯定的，但并不完全确定或支持，故排除D，确定C为答案。

  Excessive sugar has a strong mal-effect on the functioning of active organs such as the heart, kidneys and the brain. Shipwrecked sailors who ate and drank nothing but sugar for nine days surely went through some of this trauma.


  This incident occurred when a vessel carrying a cargo of sugar was shipwrecked in 1793. The five surviving sailors were finally rescued nine days after the accident. They were in a wasted condition due to starvation, having consumed nothing but sugar. French physiologist F. Magendie was inspired by that incident to conduct a series of experiments with animals. In the experiments, he fed dogs a diet of sugar and water. All the dogs wasted and died.


  The shipwrecked sailors and the French physiologist's experimental dogs proved the same point. As a steady diet, sugar is worse than nothing. Plain water can keep you alive for quite some time. Sugar and water can kill you. Humans and animals are “unable to subsist on a diet of sugar”. The dead dogs in Professor Magendie's laboratory alerted the sugar industry to the hazards of free scientific inquiry. From that day to this, the sugar industry has invested millions of dollars in behind-the-scenes, subsidized science. ① The best scientific names that money could buy have been hired, in the hope that they could one day come up with something at least pseudoscientific in the way of glad tidings about sugar.


  It has been proved, however, that sugar is a major factor in dental decay; sugar in a person's diet does cause overweight; removal of sugar from diets has cured symptoms of crippling, worldwide diseases such as diabetes, cancer and heart illnesses.


  Sir Frederick Banting noticed in 1929 that, among sugar plantation owners who ate large amounts of their refined stuff, diabetes was common. Among native cane-cutters, who only got to chew the raw cane, he saw no diabetes.

  Pain will propel most people to a doctor's office faster than just about any other complaint. It's usually a sign that something is wrong—though it's not always clear just what the problem is. Doctors can't measure pain objectively the way they can measure blood pressure or cholesterol levels. So when pain doesn't immediately respond to treatment, physicians and patients often—too often—accept it as just another symptom that has to be lived with.


  The suffering and confusion should begin to lift this year, however, thanks to the efforts of the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations, the group responsible for certifying the quality and safety of the majority of hospitals, nursing homes and clinics in the U.S. Starting January 1, these medical facilities will have to show that they meet certain standards for the assessment and treatment of pain in all their patients.


  Failure to meet the standards, which were jointly developed with the University of Wisconsin Medical School in Madison, could lead to a financially devastating loss of the right to treat Medicare and Medicaid patients.


  Among the new requirements: all patients have the right to have their pain assessed and managed appropriately; medical facilities must ask their patients to rate their level of pain; and the results must be documented. Of course, those rules only apply in the U.S. But you don't have to live there to get relief from pain. Just follow these simple guidelines. Surveys have shown that many patients don't tell doctors or nurses about their pain for fear of being labeled cranky or difficult or because they assume that their discomfort will go away. Yet, says June Dahl, professor of pharmacology at the University of Wisconsin, that reluctance can backfire. Left uncontrolled, the pain you thought was temporary can trigger a long-term chronic condition. It can also interfere with the healing process and lengthen your recovery time.


  Find out before you are wheeled into the operating room what the various treatment options for pain are—as well as their side effects. Learn what pain killers can and can't do. Lots of folks fear they will get “hooked” on strong medications. In fact, though most patients build a tolerance to pain drugs, they don't become addicted.


  Unfortunately, says Dr. Kathleen Foley, an attending neurologist at Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center in New York City, not all pain can be controlled. “But you know what?” she says. “We'll never do anything if we don't try.” And no one can even begin to help you until you say where and how much it hurts.

  A greenhouse can produce a tropical climate in sub-zero weather by trapping the sun's rays under glass. Scientists say we're creating the same effect on a global scale by burning fossil fuels（coal, oil, gas）. Carbon dioxide is a by-product of the burning. The gas allows sunlight to penetrate the atmosphere but slows the escape of heat back into space. This one-way trip for the sun's rays tends to make our planet a big greenhouse. We are beginning to warm up, just like a pot of violets under glass.


  We've been burning fossil fuels for centuries. However, the automobile and heavy industry have speeded up the release of carbon dioxide so much that experts say it's almost too late to prevent the coming results. Even a switch to other forms of energy might do no more than delay changes for a few years.


  A warming trend in climate will be the main effect. At first, that seems all to the good, especially for Canadians. But a closer look reveals dangers which may call for major adjustments all over the world. Average temperatures may rise by 2℃ by the year 2040, and by 5℃ by 2100. Increases up to three times as large may take place at the poles, however, causing the ice caps to melt rapidly. The oceans would then rise, causing flooding of coastal cities such as Halifax. To compensate a little, Halifax could have a climate like Daytona Beach, Florida, by 2100.


  Coastal cities will have to plan for coming changes. The loss of land, houses, and factories can be reduced by planning new building sites, erecting sea walls, and contouring the land. Even so, low-lying countries will suffer. One third of the Netherlands, Florida and Louisiana, and large parts of Bangladesh will be submerged. Many port cities will look like Venice.


  The warmer climate will bring changed patterns of drought and rainfall. The desert Sahel area of Africa will get more rain, but the wheat-growing areas of the United States, Russia, and China will be drier and less productive. More carbon dioxide will likely spur plant growth, but some regions may become too hot and dry for crops.


  Earth has gone through temperature swings before, but only slowly over thousands of years. The coming changes may take place in a mere 120 years, and the National Research Council （NRC）report says they would have “few or no precedents in the Earth's recent history”.


  “It is the global environment issue of the century,” says Henry Hengeveld of Environment Canada. “For the first time man will change his environment on a global basis.” Others like Jack Vallentyne, a senior Canadian water scientist, rank the greenhouse effect with nuclear war and the population explosion in terms of its potential impact on humans.

  During the last three years, many speculated high about the possible intrusions concerning the corporate computing systems and global computing infrastructure. Fortunately, such and many other frightening predictions did not come true. Surely, technology is the prime reason for this achievement but at the core lays the work environment and the human factor.


  We have seen that IT leaders in almost all areas have enormously reduced their expenses by adopting winning solutions provided by today's security vendors. Does this mean technology alone is sufficient to deliver? No, in the truest sense, policies, their enforcement, along with education and training provide a winning combination to secure corporate computing.


  As far as technology is concerned, due credit goes to security vendors and service providers for shielding users in many ways, from desktop antivirus software to integrated security appliances. Also, myths about the role played by operating systems in security have finally died out. Almost all OS （Operating System）vendors such as Microsoft, IBM, Sun, Red Hat, etc. have earned trust and recognition with their installed systems, suggesting that security is not a feature of an operating system.


  The 2003 InfoWorld Security Survey of more than 500 IT executives and strategists reveals that around 49 percent of reader respondents felt confidence in their systems performance with 52 percent observing fewer than 100 attempts against their networks in the past year. This highlights the role of policies, enforcement, and positive culture in shielding away security breaches. In today's IT culture, playing a black hat is no longer desirable; rather it leads to quick apprehension and strict punishment with years to be spent behind the bars. Alternatively, one can earn both career and recognition by helping out the industry with ways and means of fighting security breaches and hostile attacks, and this way is rapidly gaining support by many people.


  Training is another important concern for IT leaders—it includes training to avert human error and improve overall security practices. Unfortunately, a large part, 79 percent, of InfoWorld 2003 Security Survey respondents felt their corporation employees and users underestimated the importance of adhering to their company's security policies. It's critical not to underestimate the role of sound security practices since employees and users shape the needs for enterprise services.


  Two other elements must also be kept in consideration: rigorous education and awareness of security requirements and significant number of staff to monitor and enforce security practices in the enterprise, the need for which is stronger than ever since many enterprises today handle security internally. All this underscores greater demand for training and education for security related workers.

  Passage 1


  过多的糖会给身体的活性器官，诸如心脏、肾脏和大脑的机能带来很大的负面影响。遇难的海员九天滴水滴米未进，而只以糖维生，他们的器官机能必然会受到一些损伤。


  这个事件发生于1793年，一艘运载着食糖的船失事了。五名幸存的船员最终在九天之后获救。除了糖之外，他们什么也没有食用，因而都饥饿得形容枯槁了。法国生理学家F. Magendie从这次事件中受到启发，在动物身上实施了一系列的实验。在实验中，他只给狗喂糖和水。结果所有的狗最后都衰竭致死。


  遇难的海员和被法国生理学家当作实验品的狗都证明了同样的一点：作为固定的饮食，糖是很糟糕的。淡水可以使生命维持相当长一段时间。而糖和水同时食用却会使人丧命。人类和动物“无法依靠糖来维持生命”。在Magendie教授实验室中死去的狗向制糖工业无科学依据的生产冒险提出了严重警告。从那天起一直到现在，制糖领域已经投资了数百万美元用于糖的秘密科学研究。他们高薪聘请最好的科学家，希望他们某天能给制糖商们带来有关糖的好消息，哪怕是虚假的也好。


  然而，糖是导致蛀牙的主要因素，这已得到证实；吃糖会引发过度肥胖，而从饮食中去掉糖分可对诸如糖尿病、癌症以及心脏病等这些世界普遍的严重疾病起到治疗作用。


  1929年，弗雷德里克·班廷爵士发现，在那些大量食用精炼蔗糖的糖业种植园主中，糖尿病很普遍。而那些只咀嚼未经加工的甘蔗的土著甘蔗收割者中则没有人患糖尿病。


  然而在英国，制糖商在公共关系方面所做的尝试开始于1808年。当时西印度委员会向下议院提出报告，给任何能用最“令人满意的”实验证明未精炼糖有助于饲养和喂肥公牛、母牛、猪和绵羊的人发25几尼（英旧币，值21先令）作为奖赏。喂养牲畜的饲料通常是有季节性的，往往很贵。而在当时糖却非常便宜。人们也不会在短时间内很快把糖吃完。当然，1808年在英国用糖来喂养牲畜的尝试是一场灾难。

  4. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。第一段提到，失事船只上的水手单靠吃糖度过了9天，可见细砂糖还是可以当作食物维持几天性命，故排除A；第四段提到，吃糖可能导致超重、糖尿病、癌症、心脏病等，但并未提到会导致发烧，故排除B；最后一段提到，粗糖曾经被用于饲养牲畜，但原文并未提到曾禁止用粗糖饲养牲畜，故排除C；根据第四段提及的糖可能引发的种种疾病可知，糖是不可以作为日常主食的，故D正确。


  5. B 推断题。本题也可采用排除法。文中并未提及人们在19世纪热衷于吃糖，故排除A；第三段提到，光喝水可以使生命维持一段时间，而同时吃糖、喝水则会要人命，由此推断，如果失事船只上的那些水手除了吃糖之外，还喝了淡水，他们很可能就死了，故B正确；第三段提到，制糖厂商在幕后支持科学研究，他们希望能得到与糖有关的可喜消息，哪怕是伪科学的消息，但原文并未提到有科学家受聘在对糖所做的实验中进行欺骗，故排除C；原文没有提到如果没有得到秘密资助，科学家就无能为力，故排除D。


  Passage 2


  疼痛较之于其他疾病会更快地将大多数人推入医生的诊所。它通常是某种疾病的征兆——虽然你还未弄清到底得了什么病。医生们不能像量血压和测胆固醇高低那样客观地计量疼痛。所以当疼痛经治疗未见马上好转时，医生和病人常常——非常普遍地——认为它只是另一种必须忍受的病症。


  然而今年，由于国际医疗卫生机构认证联合委员会的多方努力，这种痛苦和困惑应该会开始得到解决。国际医疗卫生机构认证联合委员会负责为全美的大部分医院、疗养院以及诊所的质量和安全提供保证。从1月1日开始，这些医疗机构必须要证明他们达到对所有病患者的疼痛进行评估和治疗的某些标准。


  如若未达到威斯康星大学和麦迪逊医疗学校共同制定的这些标准，这些医疗场所便会失去治疗享有医疗保险和补助的病人的权利，这将给它们带来财政上的巨大损失。


  新的要求规定：所有的病人都有权利要求自身的疼痛得到适当的评估和处理；医疗机构必须要求病患者进行疼痛等级测定，且测定结果必须存档。当然，这些规定只适用于美国。但并不一定要居住在美国才能摆脱疼痛。只要遵循这些简单的指导方针就可以了。调查表明许多病人由于怕被贴上虚弱和不好相处的标签，或认为自身的不适终会消失便不愿向医生或护士说明自己的疼痛。然而威斯康星大学的药理学教授June Dahl却认为这种不情愿可能会适得其反。对于你认为只是暂时性的疼痛，如果不加以控制就可能会引发长期的慢性疾病，同时还有可能影响治疗过程和延长治愈时间。


  在被推入手术室之前，你就应该了解治疗疼痛的各种方法及其副作用；了解止疼药会有哪些效果，不会有哪些效果。很多人害怕会依赖强药物治疗，事实上大部分病人都能建立耐药性，不会对止痛药物产生依赖。


  纽约斯隆-凯特灵癌症治疗中心的神经科主治医生凯瑟琳·福利说，遗憾的是，并非所有的疼痛都能得到控制。“但是你知道吗？”她说，“如果不去尝试，我们什么事都干不了。”没人可以帮你，除非你说出你哪儿疼、有多疼。


  6. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章首句提到，疼痛较之于其他疾病会更快地将人推入医生的诊所，由此可知，疼痛更让人无法忍受，故排除A；原文并未提到疼痛通常表明神经紊乱，故排除B；第一段第三句提到，医生无法像量血压或测胆固醇水平那样客观地测量疼痛，故排除C；第一段最后一句提到，当疼痛经治疗并未马上好转时，医生和病人通常把它当作另一种不得不忍受的病症，由此推断，疼痛有时是一种无法立即治愈的顽症，故选D。


  7. C 细节题。文章第四段提到，对美国医疗机构的新要求规定：所有病人都有权利要求自身的疼痛得到适当的评估和处理，由此可知，美国的医疗机构被要求对病人的疼痛进行适当的评估和处理，所以C正确。第二段末句提到，这些医疗机构要达到疼痛评估和治疗的特定标准，并不是说医疗机构被要求发展疼痛评估和治疗标准，故排除A；第三段提到，不达到那些标准将会导致医疗机构遭受巨大的经济损失，但并未提到医疗机构被要求维护医院避免遭受严重经济损失的权利，故排除B；原文并未提到医疗机构被要求减缓病人的痛苦和混乱，故排除D。


  8. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章第四段第三句提到，你不用住在那里（美国）来缓解疼痛，可见被疼痛困扰的病人不一定要去美国医院，故排除A；该段倒数第二句提到，如果不加以控制，疼痛就可能引发长期的慢性疾病，可见被疼痛困扰的病人不应该沉默地忍受，故排除B；原文并未提到病人要提前安排疼痛治疗计划，故排除C；该段倒数第三、四句提到，许多病人由于害怕被贴上虚弱和不好相处的标签，或误以为疼痛终会消失，便不愿向医生或护士说明自己的疼痛，然而药理学教授June Dahl却认为这种不情愿会招致反效果，由此推断，受疼痛困扰的病人应尽快寻求医生的帮助，故D正确。


  9. C 细节题。文章第四段倒数第二句提到，June Dahl教授指出，不理会那些你自认为是暂时性的疼痛可能引发长期的慢性疾病，所以C正确。原文并未提到疼痛很少自行消失，故排除A；倒数第二段第二句提到，要了解止疼片都有什么效果，可见止疼片还是有可能缓解疼痛的，故排除B；第四段最后一句提到，不理会疼痛还可能影响治疗过程、延长治愈时间，但并不是说会阻止病人痊愈，故排除D。


  10. A 主旨题。纵观全文，文章首句即引出文章主题——疼痛；第二、三、四段介绍了美国对医疗机构有关疼痛评估和治疗的新规定；第四段还介绍了对疼痛置之不理的危害；最后两段给出了消除疼痛的建议。综合推断可知，本文是围绕如何解除疼痛这一话题展开的，所以A正确。


  Passage 3


  通过把太阳的光线聚集在玻璃棚下，温室可以在零摄氏度以下的气温中产生热带气候。科学家指出，在全球范围内大量燃烧矿物燃料（煤、石油、天然气）会产生同样的效果。二氧化碳是燃烧的副产品，它可以使太阳光穿透大气层，但是减慢了热量返回太空的速度。太阳光这种单向的传播会使我们的地球变成一个大温室。我们开始感到温暖，就好比玻璃下的一盆紫罗兰花。


  几个世纪以来，我们一直在燃烧矿物燃料。然而，汽车和重工业加速了二氧化碳的排放，专家指出，现在来预防即将到来的恶果几乎已经为时过晚。即使现在转向使用其他能源，最多也只是将这些变化推迟几年。


  气候变暖将成为温室效应的主要影响。首先，气候变暖似乎大有好处，特别是对加拿大人而言。但是仔细想想便会发现，这会引起全世界范围内大幅度变动的危险。到2040年，全球的平均温度会升高2℃，到2100年，则会升高5℃。然而，两极的升温幅度会是这一数字的三倍，将导致地球冰盖的迅速消融。到那时海平面将会上升，沿岸城市诸如哈利法克斯将会被洪水淹没。作为小小的补偿，到2100年，哈利法克斯的气候将和佛罗里达代顿海滩的气候类似。


  沿海城市必须对此有所准备。通过规划新的建筑区域、建造海堤以及循等高线修筑陆地来降低土地、房屋以及工厂的损失。即使是这样，低地国家还是会受影响。荷兰的三分之一、佛罗里达以及路易斯安那州、孟加拉的大部分地区将会被淹没。许多港口城市看起来会像水城威尼斯。


  气候变暖将会带来干旱和降雨的变化。非洲干旱的萨赫勒地区会有更多的雨水，但美国、前苏联以及中国的小麦种植区将会更加干旱，产量也会有所下降。更多的二氧化碳可能会刺激植物的生长，但是一些地区可能会变得过于炎热干旱，不再适合庄稼的生长。


  在这之前，地球也曾经历过温度的变化，却是在长达数千年的时间中缓慢进行的。而即将到来的变化将会在短短的120年内发生，国家研究委员会的研究报告指出：“在地球近代历史中，这些变化几乎是前所未有的。”


  加拿大环境学家亨利·亨德维德说：“这是本世纪全球性的环境问题。人类将首次在全球基础上改变地球的环境。”其他人，诸如加拿大高级水资源科学家杰克·瓦伦泰诺，则将温室效应对人类的潜在影响与核战争和人口爆炸相提并论。


  11. D 主旨题。文章首句说明了温室的作用，接下来指出了人类燃烧矿物燃料使全球逐渐变暖的原因：燃烧矿物燃料所产生的二氧化碳，会聚集日照带来的热量，进而将地球变为一个大温室，由此推断，作者想要论述的主题应该是温室效应，所以D正确。


  12. B 推断题。文章第一段指出，温室将阳光聚集在玻璃之下，进而制造出热带气候；科学家称，我们正在通过燃烧矿物燃料在全球范围内制造同样的效果；燃烧矿物燃料所产生的二氧化碳使聚集的热量散发得非常慢，从而把地球变成了一个大温室，由此推断，二氧化碳和温室里的玻璃起到了相同的作用，是导致地球变暖的主要原因，因此才会有“温室效应”这一说法，所以B正确。


  13. A 语义题。第二段第二句提到，汽车和重工业加速了二氧化碳的排放，专家表示想要阻止即将出现的后果几乎太迟了，结合被考查部分所在句的句意“即使改用其他能源____”以及句中的even（即使）可知，作者认为，改用其他能源也不会从根本上解决问题，只不过是将改变延缓一段时间而已，所以A正确。


  14. D 推断题。文章第三段提到，随着气温的上升，两极的冰冠将很快融化，海水随之上涨；第四段提到，地势较低的国家或沿海城市将被海水淹没；第五段首句提到，变暖的气候将引发干旱和降雨模式的改变。综合推断可知，全球气候变暖将使得沿海城市被淹没，同时干旱和降雨的模式将发生改变，所以D正确。由第二段可知，二氧化碳排放量的增多是导致全球变暖的原因，而非结果，故排除A；有些地区因变得过热而不适合种植庄稼，萨赫勒地区可能会有更多的降雨，都是干旱和降雨模式改变的具体表现，故排除B、C。


  15. B 推断题。文章最后一句提到，鉴于温室效应对人类的潜在影响，加拿大资深水资源科学家将其影响和核战争以及人口爆炸归为一类，由此推断，温室效应同样可能给人类带来非常严重的后果，所以B正确。最后一段首句提到，温室效应是本世纪一个全球性的问题，但这并非科学家将其影响与核战争以及人口爆炸归为一类的原因，故排除强干扰项A。


  Passage 4


  在过去的三年里，很多人都推测公司计算机系统和全球计算机基础设施遭到非法侵入的可能性会很高。幸运的是，这种推测和其他诸多骇人的预测并未成为事实。当然，技术是取得这一成就的主要原因，但起核心作用的是工作环境和人为因素。


  我们已经看到，几乎在各个领域，信息技术的领导者通过采用当今信息安全商提供的完整解决方案极大地减少了费用。这是否意味着仅靠技术已足以保证其安全？不是的，从真实意义上讲，政策的执行与教育和培训完美结合才足以保护公司的计算机系统。


  就技术而言，应该感谢安全技术商和服务供应商，他们采用许多种方式保护用户，包括计算机杀毒软件和综合安全工具。关于操作系统在安全中所发挥的作用的神话也最终破灭了。几乎所有的操作系统商，像微软、IBM、Sun、Red Hat等，凭借他们的安装系统赢得了信任和认可，这表明安全并不是操作系统的特征。


  最近刚进行的“2003信息世界安全调查”对500多位信息产业的领导和战略研究者进行了调查，发现大约有49％的被调查者对他们系统的运转情况表示有信心，52％的人在过去一年中发现有不到100起针对其网络的侵袭。这强调了政策、执行和积极的文化氛围在填补安全缺口上起到了重要的作用。在当今的信息技术文化中，黑客不再受人欢迎，相反你很快会被逮捕，并受到严惩，遭受几年的牢狱之苦。另一方面，如果能采用各种方法帮助产业填补安全缺口，防止恶意攻击，则会事业兴旺，得到别人的认可。这种方法正迅速获得很多人的肯定。


  对信息产业的领导人来说，另外一个重要的关注点是培训——包括通过培训避免人为的错误和完善所有的安全操作。不幸的是，“2003信息世界安全调查”中很大一部分人，即79%的被调查者认为公司雇员和用户低估了遵守公司安全政策的重要性。然而，可靠的安全操作的重要性是不能被低估的，因为雇员和网络用户决定着计算机网络的（对公司的）用途。


  还必须考虑两个其他因素：严格的培训以及对安全必备条件的认识，企业中有相当数量的员工控制和执行安全操作，这种需要比以往更加强烈，因为如今很多企业都在企业内部自行处理安全问题。所有这些突出了对与网络安全相关的工人进行培训和教育更强烈的要求。


  16. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章开篇提到，许多人曾预言，公司计算机系统和全球计算机基础设施很可能遭受入侵，而幸运的是这些预言并未成真，由此推断，公司计算机系统并没有经常被入侵，故排除A；该段末句提到，技术是这一成就（计算机系统安全）的主要原因，但其核心在于工作环境和人为因素，故排除B；第二段首句提到，各领域的IT领导人因采用安全运营商提供的成功方案而极大地降低了开销，但并未表明两者为了降低成本而合作，故排除C；第三段最后一句提到，几乎所有的操作系统运营商都赢得了人们对其安装系统的信任和认可，这表明安全并非操作系统的特性，由此推断，安全性逐渐不再被看成是操作系统的特性，所以D正确。


  17. A 推断题。文章第四段提到，2003年一项调查的结果表明，公司政策、措施和积极的文化氛围在弥补安全漏洞上起到了显著作用，在现今的IT文化氛围下，黑客为人们所讨厌，由此推断，IT文化氛围不仅有助于弥补安全漏洞，更可改善网络环境、增进网络安全，可见IT文化才是维护网络安全中最重要的因素，所以A正确。


  18. B 推断题。由题干关键词2003和survey定位到文章第四段。该段提到，这项针对500多位信息产业主管和战略研究者的调查显示，公司政策、措施和积极的文化氛围在弥补安全漏洞上起到了显著作用；如今黑客行为遭到人们的厌恶，还会受到严惩。可见，该段提到的增进网络安全的因素都是非技术方面的，由此推断，非技术因素也可以增进安全性，所以B正确。A（网上恶意攻击依然猖獗）、C（打击网络入侵是一场遥遥无期的斗争）、D（新的操作系统应该不断升级以对抗病毒）三项原文均未提及。

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  Among Bloomberg's web pages on April 7th appeared a story that looked ordinary enough: Pair Gain, an American telecom equipment manufacturer, was to be bought by an Israeli company for about twice its market value. The company's stock price, predictably, rocketed from $8.50 to $11.13. All fine and normal except that the story wasn't true. Somebody had copied Bloomberg's logo and layout and posted a bogus report on the Bloomberg site. When Pair Gain queried the report, it was taken off, and the share price crashed again. Bloomberg is now suing unnamed parties who posted the page.


  As more and more of life moves on to the Internet, so the difficulty of distinguishing fact from fiction on it becomes more and more of a worry. This problem springs from the Internet's central virtue: low barriers to entry. In the real world, being a publisher costs a great deal of money. You have to have manufacturing facilities and distribution networks. So real world publishers have a great deal invested in their reputations and consequently need to be careful about what they print.


  On the Internet, being a publisher costs next to nothing. Many Internet publishers, therefore, have little to lose from printing untruths and plenty to gain in notoriety if the story they put out is sensational enough. What's more, faking the real world newspaper, which has to be both manufactured and distributed, would be next to impossible; faking an Internet page is deadly easy.


  Not all the efforts of the lowering of the barriers to entry are bad. Traditional news organisations can be too cautious and too protective of their more powerful sources. Many scandals have been unearthed first by outsiders with scrappy news sheets and little to lose by way of influential contacts. The Internet is a golden age for what used to be the newsletter. The downside is the ease with which error spreads.


  Rarely, though, falsehood takes the form of international fraud, more often it appears as malicious gossip, slovenly reporting and Chinese whispers. Last year everybody on the Internet knew that Tommy Hilfiger, a fashion designer, had made racist comments on the Operah Winfrey Show except that he didn't. Pierre Salinger, former television newsman, claimed at a news conference that TWA 800, a passenger plane that crashed into the Atlantic killing all aboard in 1996, had been downed by a missile—all on the basis of a web page of dubious origin. Mary Schmich of the Chicago Tribune wrote her column one week as a spoof graduation speech. Somehow this column became tagged on the web, as Kurt Vonnegut's commencement speech at MIT.


  Cyberspace can also be risky, for now, because even sophisticated people can be gullible about what they read there. This may be because of a lag between technology and perception. Smartly produced pages, and things on screens, impress us with an authority that springs from the resources needed to produce them in the old paper medium. Perhaps everyone should be more worldly wise about what can turn up on the web.

  The marvelous telephone and television network that has now enmeshed the whole world, making all men neighbours, cannot be extended into space. It will never be possible to converse with anyone on another planet. Even with today's radio equipment, the messages will take minutes—sometimes hours—on their journey, because radio and light waves travel at the same limited speed of 186,000 miles a second.


  Twenty years from now you will be able to listen to a friend on mars, but the words you hear will have left his mouth at least three minutes earlier, and your reply will take a corresponding time to reach him. In such circumstances, an exchange of verbal messages is possible—but not a conversation.


  To a culture which has come to take instantaneous communication for granted, as part of the very structure of civilized life, this “time barrier” may have a profound psychological impact. It will be a perpetual reminder of universal laws and limitations against which not all our technology can ever prevail. For it seems as certain as anything can be that no signal—still less any material object—can ever travel faster than light.


  The velocity of light is the ultimate speed limit, being part of the very structure of space and time. Within the narrow confines of the solar system, it will not handicap us too severely. At the worst, these will amount to twenty hours—the time it takes a radio signal to span the orbit of Pluto, the outer-most planet.


  It is when we move out beyond the confines of the solar system that we come face to face with an altogether new group of cosmic reality. Even today, many otherwise educated men—like those savages who can count to three but lump together all numbers beyond four—cannot grasp the profound distinction between solar and stellar space. The first is the space enclosing our neighbouring worlds, the planets; the second is that which embraces those distant suns, the stars, and it is literally millions of times greater. There is no such abrupt change of scale in the terrestrial affairs.


  Many conservative scientists, appalled by these cosmic gulfs, have denied that they can ever be crossed. Some people never learn; those who sixty years ago scoffed at the possibility of flight, and ten years ago laughed at the idea of travel to the planets, are now quite sure that the stars will always be beyond our reach. And again they are wrong, for they have failed to grasp the great lesson of our age—that if something is possible in theory, and no fundamental scientific laws oppose its realization, then sooner or later it will be achieved.


  One day we shall discover a really efficient means of propelling our space vehicles. Every technical device is always developed to its limit and the ultimate speed for spaceships is the velocity of light. They will never reach that goal, but they will get very near it. And then the nearest star will be less than five years' voyaging from the earth.

  The issues that revolve around the subject of genetically altered crops are very turbulent. The widespread sale and use of these food products by the United States would seem to indicate that they pose no threat. But what do the studies say? The potential problems that could arise from the production and widespread use of these crops could be a danger to our health, economy, and the environment.


  ① According to a New York Times article reported by Bloomberg News entitled “U. S. to Buy Back Contaminated Corn”, corn seed that was sold on the market as food was mixed with other seed that has been banned as a product for human consumption due to fear of allergic reaction. ② It should be noted that the same banned food product was authorized by the EPA for consumption by livestock, which seems to create something of a contradiction, since the purpose of livestock is generally assumed to be to provide food and other products for human consumption. Apparently, the government was able to detect and remedy the situation in time to keep most or all of the tainted crops from entering into the general marketplace with a twenty-million dollar recall. At first thought, this would give us all confidence in the safety precautions in place to prevent us from consuming potentially harmful genetically altered foods. But does South America have the same precautions? Do the starving countries in Africa or the Middle East have this most effective screening process in place? These countries have neither the finance nor technology to detect and correct this sort of problem. Even in America, such precaution cannot be considered foolproof.


  According to the EPA's report on biopesticides, there are several potential health risks in the production and consumption of these food products. ③ It states that these plants could produce residues that would cause environmental or health problems, have unexpected biochemical properties, be poisonous, cause allergic reaction and disease in humans, or even be used as weapons. That's a long list of potential risks. Definitive resolution for these issues have at no point in my research presented themselves. It can only be surmised that we are risking the health of ourselves, our loved ones, and those around the world by continuing to produce, sell, and consume these “Frankenstein” foods.


  Personal health is not the only issue in this controversy. The United States is the world's leader in genetically altered crop export. With this ever-growing economic dependence on these crops, the United States has a decidedly biased and vested interest in promoting a positive view of crop mutation. While other countries are trying to define and resolve these controversial issues, the United States has continued to relentlessly use and export these crops. So far, there have not been any economy-debilitating ramifications from this practice, costing “mere” tens of millions of dollars per mistake. The EPA's report lists all kinds of potential health and environmental risks. These risks are shared equally by all countries that use genetically mutated crops. Environmental damage costs money for reparation. Widespread health problems are also very expensive.

  It has become my opinion that firewalls and other programs running in the background of most computer systems cause as much trouble, if not more, as they help avoid. One of the primary reasons for this phenomenon is that the existence of these programs gives a false sense of security and detracts from the harder work of educating people to the fact that best practices will help avoid as many viruses and spyware as any automatic program will avoid.


  These programs also have a tendency to interact with other programs, and each other, in a negative fashion. When best practices are not followed average users install more spyware and antivirus scanners in addition to the ones provided by the original computer manufacturers, which causes problems almost immediately. Then, you have dueling protectors.


  It is like calling in Batman and Superman but neither knows the other is there. They would suspect each other's activities as nefarious and try to protect you from each other. They will clash; one might win, or they might continue to clash. They can clash in various ways also. They can clash in ways that are just a nuisance, or in ways that crash the system. Either way, the primary purpose has been defeated, or, best base, added to the malaise, before any virus was even a threat.


  Many programs claiming to be AntiSpyware, and/or popup blockers, are themselves a form of Spyware. They'll keep everybody else out while they feed on your system like a greedy parasite chewing up resources and slowing your Web experience to a crawl. Most of the ones who claim to be protectors are very careful not to induce illegal practices, such as credit card number theft, but more marketing data. Either way, they are a parasite that needs to be cut out at the head.


  Best practices and use of third party services for such as GMail or YAHOO, for email, antivirus.com （housecall.trendmicro.com）, for spyware and virus protection, and non-Microsoft browsers and word processing software, such as Mozilla/Netscape and OpenOffice, are the only ways to guarantee safety and it is all free.


  YAHOO and GMail have built-in virus scanners to check all attachments. Housecall is updated many times each day. Non-Microsoft browsers are not usually even attacked, and they are not susceptible to the same types of attacks. Finally, one of the biggest security risks on your computer, the Microsoft Office products, is the last way attackers sneak in. It is exploits in automated features of these programs that leave you wide open for attackers. We are not saying that we recommend that you do not use these programs, but do not leave Microsoft programs as the default programs.


  Below you will find a list of “Security Best Practices” with all the links to all the places where you can quickly replace all these Microsoft products as the default system tools. Remember, I am not saying not to ever use these Microsoft products anymore. Just don't have them be the default program for opening files, spreadsheets, etc.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  4月7日Bloomberg的网页上出现了这么一则看似很普通的故事：Pair Gain，一个美国电信设备生产商，将被一个以色列的公司以市场价两倍的价格收购。果然，该公司的股票价格从8.50美元上涨到11.13美元。这一切都很好很正常，除了这个故事不是真实的以外。有人复制了Bloomberg的标识和版面设计并把一篇伪造的报道张贴在Bloomberg的网址上。当Pair Gain质疑这篇报道时，它就被删除了，而Pair Gain公司的股价再次狂跌。Bloomberg现在正起诉匿名张贴报道的当事人。


  随着越来越多的生活被转移到因特网上，辨别网上消息真伪的难度越来越让人忧虑。这个问题源于因特网的主要优点：进入门槛很低。在现实世界中，成为一个出版商需要大量的金钱。你必须拥有生产设备和发行网络。所以真正的出版商对自己的名誉投入很多，也对他们出版的内容小心谨慎。


  在因特网上，成为一个发帖者几乎不需要任何东西。因而，许多因特网上的发帖者不会因发布不实的消息而损失什么，但是如果他们发布的故事足够轰动，他们却会从中获得许多。更进一步地说，要伪造一份现实生活中需要印刷发行的报纸几乎是不可能的；伪造一个网页却是易如反掌。


  并不是所有降低准入门槛的努力都是不好的。传统的新闻机构太小心地保护他们强大的消息来源。许多丑闻都是最先由局外人发掘出来的，他们以散乱的小报传播丑闻，不太会因与有影响力的相关人士接触而遭受损失。因特网对时事通讯来说是个黄金时代。其不利的一面就是错误能够通过它轻易地传播。


  但是谬误很少采取国际欺骗的形式，更经常的是以恶意流言、不修边幅的报道以及以讹传讹的形式出现。去年网民们都知道汤米·海飞格，一个时装设计师，在Operah Winfrey时装展上发表了种族主义的评论，可实际上他并没有这么做。前电视新闻记者皮埃尔·塞林杰在一个记者招待会上报道说1996年一架TWA 800客机被一枚导弹击中，在大西洋上坠毁，机上无人生还。而这都是以一个不明来源的网页上的消息为基础的。芝加哥论坛的玛丽·舒米奇有一周在她的专栏上发表讽刺的毕业演讲。不知何故，这个专栏在网上却被标示为库尔特·冯内古特在麻省理工学院所做的毕业演讲。


  眼下，网络空间也具有危险性，因为即使是久经世故的人也可能被他们在网上看到的东西所欺骗。这或许是因为在技术和对于技术的理解之间存在着时间差。屏幕上经过精心制作的网页和内容会给我们一种旧式纸质媒介中的消息所带来的权威的印象。或许每个人都应该更明智地对待网上出现的事物。


  1. D 推断题。由题干关键词Bloomberg定位到文章第一段，文中提到Bloomberg事件是由网上的虚假信息造成的，本段最后作者也提到Bloomberg现在正在起诉匿名张贴报道的当事人，推断可知，这次事件不仅仅是简单的流言或是不修边幅的报道，它应是一件网络欺诈案，故选D。


  2. D 推断题。由题干关键词real world publisher和Internet publisher定位文章第二、三段，第二段提到，在现实世界中，成为一个出版商需要大量的金钱，所以他们对出版的内容小心谨慎。第三段提到成为因特网上的发帖者基本不花钱，在网上发布消息无需成本，又容易制作，综合推断可知D正确。其余三项：A（现实世界的出版商的进入门槛很低），而文章指的是因特网门槛低，故排除；B（网络发帖者以失实而臭名昭著）和C（现实世界的出版商对自己的投资过于谨慎）均非两者的不同，故排除。


  3. A 推断题。由第三段第二句话“因特网上的发帖者不会因发布不实的消息而损失什么，但是，如果他们发布的故事足够轰动，他们却会从中获得很多”，推断可知A正确。B、C、D三项都过于绝对。


  4. C 推断题。文章最后一段提到，精心制作的网页给人一种可以与印刷品相比的权威的印象，故选C。而A（纸质出版物远远落后于网络出版）文中并未提及，B（精心制作的网页能够激起人们的兴趣）与原文强调的重点不符，D（印刷技术从必要的信息来源获得权威性）文中也没有提到。


  5. B 态度题。文章的开篇作者就列举了网络骗子的例子，同时从dubious、risky等信息词也能看出作者对网络的怀疑，最后作者指出，网络空间具有危险性。由此可知，作者对网络新闻持怀疑态度，文章最后一句更表明了作者的告诫，因此B（警戒）正确。


  Passage 2


  如今，神奇的电话和电视网已经将整个世界连在一起，使得天涯若比邻成为现实，但这张网还没能撒向太空。我们可能永远无法与其他星球上的人交谈。即便借助现在的无线电通信设备，也得花上个几分钟，甚至几个小时才能将信息送达，这是因为无线电波和光波的传输速度最快也都不超过每秒186,000英里。


  20年后你就能够听得到火星上朋友对你说的话，但这些话至少是他三分钟之前讲的。而你的回答同样要至少三分钟后他才能听到。在这种情况下，交换口头信息还可以——但进行交谈就不行了。


  我们的文化已经理所当然地把即时通讯当作文明生活的组成部分，上述的“时间障碍”可能会给我们带来很大的心理冲击。它会不断地暗示宇宙法则和局限性，打破人们科学万能的幻想。似乎可以确定的是，没有哪种信号的传播速度快于光速，而任意实物的传播速度会更慢。


  作为时间和空间的组成部分，光速是速度的极限。在太阳系这个窄小的范围内，这个极限不会对我们的传播造成严重的障碍。将无线电信号传送到太阳系内离我们最远的行星——冥王星最慢20小时也能完成。


  但当我们跨出太阳系的范围，我们才能面临全新的宇宙现实情况。即使到了今天，许多在其他方面有学识的人——还像那些只能数到三、超过四就把数字混为一团的原始人一样——完全区分不了太阳系和恒星系。前者包括我们周围的世界，也就是行星；后者包括围绕那些遥远的恒星的天体，它们远比地球大上百万倍。因此地球上没有这么突然的变化。


  许多保守的科学家对这些庞大的宇宙鸿沟感到震惊，他们否认它们可以跨越。那些从不吸取教训、60年前嘲笑人类可以飞行、10年前不相信我们可以到达其他行星的人现在都十分确信宇宙中总有许多我们遥不可及的天体。但这次他们还是错了，因为他们没有掌握我们这个时代最重要的经验——任何事情只要在理论上是可能的，又不与基础的科学法则相违背，迟早它会实现的。


  终有一天，我们会发明一种推动太空交流的真正有效的交通方式。每一种技术装置都朝着它的极限发展，宇宙飞船的最大速度是光速。它们可能永远也达不到，但是却可以朝着这一目标无限接近。到那时我们飞往最近的星星也许不到五年就够了。


  6. A 推断题。文章第一段提到，我们可能永远无法与其他星球上的人交谈，即使是借助现在的无线电通信设备，信息的传送也要花费数分钟，有时甚至是数小时，因为无线电波和光波的传播速度最快也不过每秒186,000英里，由此推断，我们无法与其他星球上的人对话是因为无线电信息的传输速度还不够快，所以A正确。


  7. B 推断题。文章第四段提到，光速是速度的极限，在太阳系的范围之内，光速不会严重妨碍到我们，最糟糕的情况下需要20个小时，由此推断，光在太阳系内穿梭最长需要20个小时，即将近一天的时间，所以B正确。


  8. D 推断题。文章第五段提到，当我们走出太阳系时，我们就会面临全新的宇宙现实情况，即使是在今天，许多在其他方面有学识的人还不能完全区分太阳系和恒星系；最后一句指出了人们无法区分太阳系和恒星系的原因，即地球上不会有这么突然的转变，由此推断，许多在其他方面有学识的人在面对新的宇宙现实情况时无法适应突然的转变，所以D正确。原文并未提到人们发现“时间障碍”无法忍受，故排除B；该段提到，有些在其他方面有学识的人就像无知的原始人一样无法区分太阳系和恒星系，这是在具体举例说明人们在面对新的宇宙现实情况时可能出现的情形，故排除A、C。


  9. B 推断题。文章第六段提到，许多保守的科学家都否认这些宇宙鸿沟可以被跨越，那些人十年前对太空旅行的构想加以嘲讽，现在他们确信恒星将一直是我们遥不可及的，但他们又错了，由此推断，作者认为那些保守的科学家应该从十年前的事情中吸取教训，而不该妄下结论，因为宇宙鸿沟是有可能被跨越的，所以B正确。对飞行和太空旅行的嘲笑是保守的科学家过去的做法，故排除A、C；原文并未提到他们反对基本科学法则，故排除D。


  10. C 主旨题。通读全文，作者在第一段提出，目前的无线电设备无法使太空对话成为可能；第二段展望了20年后星际交流的情况；接下来的几段通过分析时间障碍、光速以及某些保守科学家的疑惑来说明：任何事情只要在理论上有可能，又不与基本科学法则相违背，就迟早有可能实现；最后一段对太空交通工具和星际旅行进行了展望。综合分析可知，作者通过分析现状展望了星际旅行的前景，所以C正确。


  Passage 3


  围绕转基因农作物的讨论非常激烈。在美国，这些食用产品的广泛销售和食用似乎表明他们没有造成什么威胁。但是研究的结果是什么呢？这些农作物的生产和广泛使用将产生一些潜在的问题，这些问题会危及我们的健康、经济和环境。


  彭博资讯在《纽约时报》上发表了一篇文章，题为“美国将回购受污染的玉米”。根据这篇文章，现在市场上销售的食用玉米种子掺杂了其他已经被列为人类禁食产品的种子，这些种子可能会引起过敏反应。值得注意的是，美国环保署已经把同一种被禁食品列为牲畜安全食用产品，这似乎产生了一种矛盾，因为饲养牲畜的目的一般都被认为是为人类提供食物和其他消费品的。显然，政府有能力及时地检测并弥补这种情况，避免绝大部分甚至是所有受污染的农作物进入大众市场，回购资金达两千万。乍一想，这使我们对防止我们食用那些有潜在危害的转基因食物的安全防护方面充满信心。但是，南美洲也有同样的防护措施吗？非洲或中东那些遭受饥饿的国家也能适时地采取这些最有效的检测过程吗？这些国家既没有资金又没有技术来检测和解决这类问题。即使是在美国，也不能把这种防护看作是安全可靠、轻而易举的事情。


  根据美国环保署关于生物杀虫剂的报告，这些食用产品的生产和消费存在几种潜在的健康风险。该报告称，这些植物能产生一些残留物，这些残留物能引起环境或健康问题，有意想不到的生物化学性质，有毒，能使人类出现过敏反应并致病，甚至还可以被用作武器。这是一连串的潜在风险。在我的研究中有关这些问题明确的解决方法到目前为止也没有提出。仅仅可以猜测的是，继续生产、销售和食用这些“Frankenstein”食物将危及我们自己、我们所爱的人以及全世界人的健康。


  个人健康并不是这场争论中惟一的话题。美国是世界上转基因农作物出口的头号大国。随着经济上对这些农作物的依赖日益增加，美国对转基因作物持肯定态度，原因在于美国在转基因作物背后有着不合理的既得利益。正当其他国家正在尝试定义和解决这些有争议的问题之际，美国却仍在继续大量使用和出口这些农产品。迄今为止，这一行为还没有产生任何削弱经济的结果，只不过每次错误“仅仅”花费上千万美元而已。美国环保署的这份报告列出了各种潜在的健康和环境危险。所有使用转基因作物的国家将共同分担这些风险。环境损害需要花钱来弥补。广泛的健康问题代价也非常昂贵。


  11. A 主旨题。通读全文可知，文章第一段提到，有关转基因农作物的讨论非常激烈，这些农作物可能给人的健康、经济和环境带来危害；第二段提到，美国政府对流入市场的转基因农作物进行了及时的处理，而其他国家则不见得有能力处理此类问题；最后两段介绍了转基因农作物可能带来的危害。综合分析可知，文章主要是围绕转基因农作物的安全性展开的，所以A正确。


  12. D 推断题。本题可采用排除法。第二段首句提到，和玉米种子混合的其他种子在食用后可能导致过敏反应，但并未提到玉米种子有毒，故排除A；原文并未提到食用被查禁的种子可能导致发烧，也未提到被美国环保署查禁的家畜可能导致过敏反应，故排除B、C；第二段后半部分首先通过两个疑问句表明：南美、非洲和中东的国家可能无法像美国那样处理转基因农作物的问题，接着指出：他们既没有财力也没有技术来检测并解决这类问题，由此推断，贫穷的国家难以处理转基因农作物的问题，所以D正确。


  13. B 态度题。文章第二段第三、四句指出，面对转基因农作物的问题，美国政府能快速、及时地作出反应，舍得花大量金钱去解决基因改良问题，政府的食品安全防护可以阻止大家食用可能有害的转基因食品，由此推断，作者对美国当局的做法非常赞赏，所以B正确。


  14. A 推断题。文章第三段前两句提到，根据美国环保署的报告，生产和消费这些食品（转基因食品）有很多潜在的危险，这些庄稼可能产生的残留物会导致环境或健康问题，由此推断，报告表明，有些转基因食品对环境和健康都有害，所以A正确。该段第二句提到，转基因植物的残留物甚至可以被用作武器，但并未说明它们是强大的武器，故排除B；C、D两项均与文意不符。


  15. B 推断题。最后一段第二句提到，美国是世界转基因农作物出口头号大国；接着第四、五句提到，美国仍在继续使用并出口转基因农作物，而每犯一个错误，美国就要付出数千万美元，再结合句中加引号的mere（仅仅）可知，身为世界头号转基因农作物出口国的美国在转基因农作物上花费巨大，所以B正确。该段第三句提到，美国经济对转基因农作物的依赖日益加强，但并未说明美国经济现在非常依赖转基因农作物，故排除A；该段并未提到美国环保署有关潜在健康和环境危险的报告仅在国内发布，也未表明转基因农作物会被禁止，故排除C、D。


  Passage 4


  我认为，大部分计算机系统后台运行的防火墙和其他程序都会引起一些麻烦，这些麻烦即使不是更多，但至少也和它们所能避免的麻烦一样多。这种现象的一个首要原因就是，这些程序的存在给人以错误的安全感，使人们的注意力从专业人士更为辛苦的工作转移到这样一个现实上：正常操作能够避免任何自动程序可以避免的病毒和间谍软件。


  这些程序也往往以一种消极的方式与其他程序进行交互。当最佳操作出现故障时，普通的使用者除了安装计算机生产商提供的原始软件外，还会安装更多的间谍和病毒扫描软件，这几乎马上就能产生问题。于是，你就有了互相厮打的保护者。


  这就好像是召集了蝙蝠侠和超人，但他们彼此不知道对方的存在。他们会怀疑对方的活动是恶意的，于是尽力保护你免受另一方的侵害。他们可能会发生冲突，一方可能会赢，或者他们也可能继续发生冲突。他们也可能以各种不同的方式发生冲突，可能会只带来一个麻烦，也可能会导致系统崩溃。在病毒没有成为威胁之前，无论是哪种方式，其最初的保护目的都被挫败了，或最起码是增加了不安全因素。


  许多程序都声称反间谍，或能阻止弹出窗口，而其本身就是一种间谍软件。当它们驻入你的系统后，会排斥其他程序，就好像是一只贪婪的寄生虫，吞噬资源，让你的网络慢得像条爬虫。大部分自称是保护者的程序都尽量不引起非法操作，例如信用卡号盗窃，但是会产生更多的市场数据。无论是哪种方式，它们都是需要从源头清除的寄生虫。


  正常操作以及针对邮箱如GMail或雅虎、间谍和病毒防护如antivirus.com（housecall.trendmicro.com）、以及非微软浏览器和word处理软件，如Mozilla/Netscape和OpenOffice等的第三方服务的使用是保证安全的惟一方式，而且都是免费的。


  雅虎和GMail设有内置病毒扫描程序，以检查所有附件。Housecall每天都会升级许多次。非微软浏览器并不经常受到攻击，而且它们也不容易受到同一类型的攻击。最后，你电脑上最大的安全隐患之一，即微软办公产品，是攻击者潜入的最后的途径。正是这些程序的自动化特性中的漏洞使你对攻击者广开大门。我们不是说推荐你不要使用这些程序，而是不要把微软程序设置为默认程序。


  在下面你会看到“最佳安全操作”的列表，上面列出了所有可以迅速替换所有作为默认系统工具的微软产品的地址链接。记住，我不是说永远不再用微软的产品。只是不要把它们当作是打开文件、电子数据表等操作的默认程序。


  16. D 推断题。文章第一段指出，作者认为电脑中的防火墙和其他一些程序所引起的麻烦至少和它们避免的麻烦一样多，主要原因之一是这些程序给人们一种假的安全感；作者在随后几段具体说明了防火墙等程序可能引发的问题，由此推断，作者不推荐使用防火墙程序，故应选D。


  17. B 推断题。文章第二段提到，当没有执行正常操作时，一般用户就会在已有的计算机生产商提供的软件基础上，安装更多的间谍或病毒扫描软件，由此推断，一般用户总是喜欢在电脑里安装各种查毒软件，由此可排除D，确定B为答案。原文并未提到一般用户不会使用防火墙，也未提到他们忽视了电脑生产商提供的反病毒程序，故排除A、C。


  18. A 推断题。由题干关键词Batman and Superman定位到文章第三段。该段指出，安装不同的查毒软件就像是同时召集了蝙蝠侠和超人，而他们都不知道对方的存在，他们会怀疑对方的行为是邪恶的，因此会发生冲突；在病毒成为威胁之前，那些软件却起了冲突，由此推断，作者以蝙蝠侠和超人为例是为了说明不同的查毒软件会相互排斥，故A正确。


  19. D 推断题。文章第四段首句提到，许多自称是反间谍软件的程序本身就是间谍软件，随后作者列举了这类软件的一些弊病，并指出它们都是需要清除的寄生虫，由此推断，作者认为那些所谓的反间谍软件不见得安全，用户在安装时应该格外谨慎，故应选D。


  20. C 推断题。本题可采用排除法。文章第五段提到，正常操作以及第三方服务的使用是保证安全的惟一途径，但并未说第三方服务是保护电脑最好的方式，故排除A；倒数第二段首句提到，雅虎和GMail都有内置的查毒软件来检查所有附件，由此推断，作者推荐使用雅虎和GMail的电子邮箱是因为它们可以提供很好的保护措施，而并非仅仅因为它们是免费的，故排除B；倒数第二段第二、三句提到，非微软公司的浏览器通常不会受到攻击，而微软公司的产品是攻击者潜入电脑的最终途径，由此推断，微软公司的软件很容易被攻击，故C正确；作者虽然在倒数第二段中指出微软的软件很容易遭受攻击，但在最后一段又指出，他并没有说不要再用微软的软件，只是不要将其设为打开文件夹等的默认程序，可见作者并非不喜欢微软的软件，故排除D。

PART B　选择搭配



第一章　技巧攻略


  考研英语大纲针对阅读理解B节设置了三种备选题型，考试时将从三种备选题型中选择一种进行考查。该节共5题，满分10分，主要考查考生对诸如连贯性、一致性、逻辑联系等语段特征以及文章结构的理解，即要求考生在理解全文的基础上弄清文章的整体和微观结构。


  通过分析2005年新大纲颁布以来考研英语真题中的Part B部分，我们将此类题型的命题规律总结如下：


  1. 文章特点


  文章体裁以议论文为主，题材涉及文化教育和社会生活。2005年至今，考研英语真题试题涉及到的主题分别为：医疗问题、赌博问题、子女的教育问题、如何利用好写作中的第一稿和文化进化论。给出的主干原文的平均长度约为415词，而备选文的平均长度约为226词。其中，第三种备选题型——标题匹配题的备选文字数较少。


  2. 考查题型


  Part B部分的备选题型主要有：完形填句（段）题、段落排序题以及例证和标题匹配题，其中第一种比例约占80%，而第三种约占19%，第二种题型最少。这三种备选题型从难度上来说，第二种题型难度较低。从这方面可以推测，完形填句（段）题以及例证和标题匹配题这两种题型在今后的考试中仍会占较大比例。


  
第一节　备选题型分析


  一、完形填句（段）题


  本部分的内容是一篇总长度为500～600词的文章，其中有5段空白，文章后有6或7个文字项，要求考生根据文章内容从这几个选项中选择能分别放进文章空白处的5个选择答案。一般会考查考生对于各段落中心句或是具有承上启下作用的句子或者段落的把握。如：

  42）［答案链接］____________________. Nearly all of the fossils that we know were preserved in rocks formed by water action, and most of these are of animals that lived in or near water. Thus it follows that there must be many kinds of mammals, birds, and insects of which we know nothing.


  43）［答案链接］____________________. There were also crab-like creatures, whose bodies were covered with a horny substance. The body segments each had two pairs of legs, one pair for walking on the sandy bottom, the other for swimming. The head was a kind of shield with a pair of compound eyes, often with thousands of lenses. They were usually an inch or two long but some were 2 feet.


  44）［答案链接］_____________________. Of these, the ammonites are very interesting and important. They have a shell composed of many chambers, each representing a temporary home of the animal. As the young grew larger it grew a new chamber and sealed off the previous one. Thousands of these can be seen in the rocks on the Dorset Coast.


  45）［答案链接］____________________.


  About 75 million years ago the Age of Reptiles was over and most of the groups died out. The mammals quickly developed, and we can trace the evolution of many familiar animals such as the elephant and horse. Many of the later mammals, though now extinct, were known to primitive man and were featured by him in cave paintings and on bone carvings.


  ［A］The shellfish have a long history in the rock and many different kinds are known.

  ［B］Nevertheless, we know a great deal about many of them because their bones and shells have been preserved in the rocks as fossils. From them we can tell their size and shape, how they walked, the kind of food they ate.

  ［C］The first animals with true backbones were the fishes, first known in the rocks of 375 million years ago. About 300 million years ago the amphibians, the animals able to live both on land and in water, appeared. They were giant, sometimes 8 feet long, and many of them lived in the swampy pools in which our coal seam, or layer, or formed. The amphibians gave rise to the reptiles and for nearly 150 million years these were the principal forms of life on land, in the sea, and in the air.

  ［D］The best index fossils tend to be marine creatures. These animals evolved rapidly and spread over large areas of the world.

  ［E］The earliest animals whose remains have been found were all very simple kinds and lived in the sea. Later forms are more complex, and among these are the sea-lilies, relations of the starfishes, which had long arms and were attached by a long stalk to the sea bed, or to rocks.

  ［F］When an animal dies, the body, its bones, or shell, may often be carried away by streams, into lakes or the sea and there get covered up by mud. If the animal lived in the sea its body would probably sink and be covered with mud. More and more mud would fall upon it until the bones or shell become embedded and preserved.

  ［G］Many factors can influence how fossils are preserved in rocks. Remains of an organism may be replaced by minerals, dissolved by an acidic solution to leave only their impression, or simply reduced to a more stable form.


  答案解析


  41. B 该空缺句之前的句子提到，早在人类出现以前地球上就有了各种动物。尽管这些动物中有些是现代动物的祖先，但另外一些已经灭绝了。紧跟其后的句子指出，我们有时候能够根据岩石里所显现的印记，合理推测出除颜色之外，该类动物的准确形状。空缺处之前的词语“extinct”和“no descendant”与之后的“build up”和“accurate”含义表达分别为否定和肯定。


  根据原文意思以及相关词语提示我们可推断，此处是在考查我们对于文章行文结构的把握。空缺之处前后所表述的意思并不一致，由此可见，此处是在考查转折关系的文段衔接。因此，我们要在读懂文章内容的基础上，对英语中表相反含义的表达和连接词有所了解，如：nevertheless, however, but等。


  42. F 该空缺处的句子位于段首，其必定与后文存在某种关系。后文提到，岩石中，我们知道的所有化石几乎都是由于水作用而形成的。根据语篇的连贯性不难猜测，该句中的关键词“the fossils”和“preserved”应该在前文中有所体现。由此定位，可以找到与此处匹配的正确选项。


  该题是在考查考生对于语篇连贯性的把握。做此类题的时候，要注意观察空缺处前后的关键性语句及其词语，尤其是上句句末与下句句首的词语，它们具有很强的连贯性。


  43. E 该空缺处与上题位置一样，同样位于句首。根据下文的连词“also”可知，空缺处的句子与后文的句子构成并列关系。而后文中提到，还有像螃蟹一样的动物，其身体表面覆有一层角状物。而根据螃蟹所属的动物种类，可知前文所提应该是与其相类似的海洋生物，由此可以得出正确答案。


  该题是在考查考生对于并列关系的语段之间的衔接。考生应该首先熟悉表并列关系的连接词，再联系上下文所给的线索，则不难解决该类问题。


  44. A 该空缺处后的指示代词these是做题的关键提示词。Of these指的是“这些中的”，a temporary home of the animal指的是“这种动物临时的居所”，由此可推断，后文中提到的the ammonites是前文所提到动物的一种。故可推断前文中应该出现表“类别”的关键词。而选项A中的kinds恰符合这点，且shellfish也符合“动物”的类别。由此可以选出正确答案。


  该题是在考查考生能否把握关键词，从而顺藤摸瓜，通过推理，得出答案。在考试原文中的代词和该段重复出现的名词通常是我们所指的关键词，需要多加注意。


  45. C 该空缺处独立成段，因此它起着承上启下的作用。上一段讲的是有壳水生动物，而下一段则讲了爬行动物时代大约在7500万年前就结束了。浏览全文可知，the Age of Reptiles在前文中并没有提到，故可判断空缺处应该涉及爬行动物。由此不难定位到选项C，该选项中的多个年代表述也恰符合最后一段开头对其的及时总结。


  该题是在考查考生对于文章总体结构的把握。因此，做题时需要从总体上了解给出各段的语意，分清各段之间的关系并理出逻辑顺序。此外，该类文章大多逻辑性很强，因此留意相关处所使用的关联词可以对文章脉络有更加清楚的认识。


  最后，需要把所选择的语段代入原文中，结合上下文语意通读来进一步确认，看整体是否连贯、一致，逻辑是否清楚。


  二、段落排序题


  该题型是在一篇长度约500～600词的文章中，将各段落的原有顺序打乱，要求考生根据文章内容和结构将所列出的7～8个段落重新排序，其中有2～3个段落在文章中的位置已给出。如：

  ［C］“I've got a real problem with my officers. They come on the force as young, inexperienced men, and we send them out on the street, either in cars or on a beat. They seem to like the contact they have with the public, the action involved in crime prevention, and the apprehension of criminals. They also like helping people out at fires, accidents, and other emergencies.”

  ［D］“Some people have suggested a number of things like using conviction records as a performance criterion. However, we know that's not fair—too many other things are involved. Bad paperwork increases the chance that you lose in court, but good paperwork doesn't necessarily mean you'll win. We tried setting up team competitions based on the excellence of the reports, but the guys caught on to that pretty quickly. No one was getting any type of reward for winning the competition, and they figured why should they labor when there was no payoff.”

  ［E］“The problem occurs when they get back to the station. They hate to do the paperwork, and because they dislike it, the job is frequently put off or done inadequately. This lack of attention hurts us later on when we get to court. We need clear, factual reports. They must be highly detailed and unambiguous. As soon as one part of a report is shown to be inadequate or incorrect, the rest of the report is suspect. Poor reporting probably causes us to lose more cases than any other factor.”

  ［F］“So I just don't know what to do. I've been groping in the dark in a number of years. And I hope that this seminar will shed some light on this problem of mine and help me out in my future work.”

  ［G］A large metropolitan city government was putting on a number of seminars for administrators, managers and/or executives of various departments throughout the city. At one of these sessions the topic to be discussed was motivation—how we can get public servants motivated to do a good job. The difficulty of a police captain became the central focus of the discussion.

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  答案解析


  根据给定的首末两段文字，G段是首段，它告诉我们：市政府就如何激励公务员更好地工作而展开了会议。而本次会议聚焦于一位警长所遇到的难题。F段是末段，以直接引语结束全文。从引语可知，这话应该出自那位警长之口。


  观察剩余5段备选项的文字表述不难发现，它们都带有引号，可见是直接引用会上发言者所说的话。根据首段内容提示可知，下文各段引语都应出自警长之口。因此，我们要以警长的思维对下列语段进行逻辑排序。


  41. C首段提到The difficulty of a police captain（警长的难题），故下文他的发言应该首先提出难题所在。浏览选项句首易知，C项是直接摆出问题，且语气最符合开篇之辞。故选定为第二段。


  42. E文章第二段警长叙述了其警员在外工作时的一些表现，但并未道出这存在什么问题。故可推测下文中应该指出该问题。而选项E中的when they get back to the station恰与前文外出执行任务相呼应。故排为第三段。


  43. A上文描述了警员们存在的问题，且告一段落。根据逻辑推理可知，下文该具体到警长本身应对问题来展开。选项C和E已经选定，故答案应该在A、B和D中产生。根据段首的关键词“Finally”可排除B，因为它引出的内容与前文并没有先后的顺序；而D选项是在讲人们给出的建议，与上文不连贯。因此A应该是此处的文段。


  44. B由于上段警长就自己及其警局的应对展开了话题，而B段更进一步地描述了其原因。故选定为此处答案。


  45. D根据提出问题→解决问题的逻辑，此处应该是人们给出的建议。且其他选项都已经选定，故可判断，此处应该选D。


  三、例证和标题匹配题


  该题型是在一篇长度约500词的文章前或后有6～7段文字或6～7个概括句或小标题。这些文字或标题分别是对文章中某一部分的阐述、举例或概括。要求考生根据文章内容，从几个选项中选出最恰当的5段文字或5个标题填入文章空白处。如：

  Scholars, writers and teachers in the modern academic community have strong feelings about acknowledging the use of another person's ideas. In the English-speaking world, the term plagiarism is used to label the practice of not giving credit for the source of one's ideas. Simply stated, plagiarism is “the wrongful appropriation or purloining, and publication as one's own of the ideas, or the expression of ideas of another.”


  41. ......【答案】


  The penalties for plagiarism vary from situation to situation. In many universities, the punishment may range from failure in a particular course to expulsion from the university. In the literary world, where writers are protected from plagiarism by international copyright laws, the penalty may range from a small fine to imprisonment and a ruined career. Protection of scholars and writers, through the copyright laws and through the social pressures of the academic and literary communities, is a relatively recent concept. Such social pressures and copyright laws require writers to give scrupulous attention to documentation of their sources.


  42. ......【答案】


  Students, as inexperienced scholars themselves, must avoid various types of plagiarism by being self-critical in their use of other scholars' ideas and by giving appropriate credit for the source of borrowed ideas and words, otherwise dire consequences may occur. There are at least three classifications of plagiarism as it is revealed in students' inexactness in identifying sources properly. They are plagiarism by accident, by ignorance, and by intention.


  43. ......【答案】


  Plagiarism by accident, or oversight，sometimes is the result of the writer's inability to decide or remember where the idea came from. He may have read it long ago, heard it in a lecture since forgotten, or acquired it second-hand or third-hand from discussions with colleagues. He may also have difficulty in deciding whether the idea is such common knowledge that no reference to the original source is needed. Although this type of plagiarism must be guarded against, it is the least serious and, if lessons learned, can be exempt from being severely punished.


  44. ......【答案】


  Plagiarism through ignorance is simply a way of saying that inexperienced writers often do not know how or when to acknowledge their sources. The techniques for documentation-note-taking, quoting, footnoting, listing bibliography—are easily learned and can prevent the writer from making unknowing mistakes or omissions in his references. Although “there is no copyright in news, or in ideas, only in the expression of them,”the writer cannot plead ignorance when his sources for ideas are challenged.


  45. ......【答案】


  The most serious kind of academic thievery is plagiarism by intention. The writer, limited by his laziness and dullness, copies the thoughts and language of others and claims them for his own. He not only steals, he tries to deceive the reader into believing the ideas are original. Such words as immoral, dishonest, offensive, and despicable are used to describe the practice of plagiarism by intention.


  The opposite of plagiarism is acknowledgement: All mature and trustworthy writers make use of the ideas of others but they are careful to acknowledge their indebtedness to their sources. Students, as developing scholars, writers, teachers, and professional leaders, should recognize and assume their responsibility to document all sources from which language and thoughts are borrowed. Other members of the profession will not only respect the scholarship, they will admire the humility and honesty．


  答案解析


  41. F 该段的第一句话为本段的主题句，讲述了对于剽窃的各种不同惩罚。本题主要考查对于主题句的理解，penalties与选项中的consequences相对应，故正确答案应为F。


  42. A 该段主要考查对于列举内容进行总结。原文中以by...的结构表达了学生在避免剽窃方面应该采取的举措。选项中的what to do即为对该部分内容的总结，而这些举动的执行者显然是学生，从而选出A为正确答案。


  43. D 该段主要考查对最后一句话的理解。前文罗列了一些因无知而导致的剽窃，并陈述了具体情形。最后一句话是该段的总结，从can be exempt from being severely punished “可以免除严重的惩罚”可以归纳出选项D所表述的内容“无知可以得到原谅”。此外，下一段的第一句话Plagiarism through ignorance...也可以帮助考生选出正确答案。因此，考生在做题时，段落结尾处的句子应更加注意；还可以通过下文的开头来对选项进行定夺。


  44. C 该段主要考查对关键词documentation-note-taking, quoting, footnoting, listing bibliography “文件注释、引用、脚注和列出参考书目”的理解。段首提到了没有经验的作者不知道如何标注原始资料的来源，接着列出了具体的方法。从而可以归纳出，这里是在说，别人的想法需要被标注出来源。sources恰和选项C的表述对应。从而选定答案为C。


  45. E 该段出现了steal，deceive以及dishonest这样的字眼，这些表述都是否定的。而选项中的theft的性质又恰符合这样的描述，从而可以选出正确答案。因此，在做题的时候，文中的一些修饰词若能在备选答案中找到良好的切合点，则其为正确答案的可能性就比较大。


  以上三种题型虽然考查形式有所不同，但其考查本质是一样的。所用文章的特点都是组织结构逻辑性强，段落内部句子之间联系紧密；整篇文章围绕一个中心展开，句子较长且结构复杂，因此要求考生具备从整体上把握文章的逻辑结构及主线内容并运用语法知识分析理解长难句的能力。


  这三种题型都对阅读理解提出了更高层次的要求，即不仅要有阅读速度，了解文章的主旨要义、具体信息，更要掌握作者的写作意图、观点，区分出论点和论据，能够把握文章的写作结构和脉络层次，并且能在细节处把握词汇含义，只有这样，才能确定答案。


  另外，除段落排序题以外的两种题型可供选择的文字有6～7段，使选项和原文空缺处产生了差额，加大了选出正确答案的干扰性和难度。不过，只要了解其考查要点，在阅读文章时有意识地加强对文章写作思路和结构组织安排的理解，掌握英语文章常见的几种写作结构，还是有可能迅速提高对此类题型的应对能力的。


  
第二节　实用技巧总结


  一、出题规律


  B节的三种题型在出题规律上有一定的共性：


  1. 关键词确认：英语文章通常会围绕某个或某些关键词展开，因此对关键词的确认是出题点之一。如：

  解析：题目要求从备选的7个答案中选择能放进空白处的句子或段落。该题空前的内容提到，只有在写文章时不再试图避免一些惯常的事情，第一稿就会跃然纸上。而空后第一句里出现了outline这一关键词，因此可推断，第41题中应该会出现和outline相关的内容。7个备选答案中，D选项的内容提到以何种方式来写作并不重要，重要的是定下一个题目，然后可以通过整理笔记来充实你的outline；而且空前所提到的坐着写、站着写、躺着写等正是写作的方式。故D正确。

  解析：题目要求从备选答案中为给出的段落选择合适的标题。做这类题的时候，可以根据给定文段的内容，找出文中的关键词，从而找出与文章内容表述相符的选项。通读文章首段内容可知，文章主要围绕父母如何对青少年进行指导，并使其对自己的未来进行职业规划这一主题而展开。由对应段落出现的关键词“strengths and weaknesses”、“identify”以及“interests”可知，“长处和短处”以及“兴趣”是父母需要和孩子一起去“识别”的。而备选答案中的figure out即相当于文中的identify；who they are是说“认清自己”，也就是该段中所提到的“了解自己的长处、短处以及喜好”。由此可知，正确答案应该为F选项所表述的内容，即“帮助孩子清楚地认识自我”。故可知，正确选项应该为F。


  2. 代词指代：英语文章为避免重复会用代词来指代前文出现过的内容。考生往往可以利用选项与原文的代词指代关系来确定答案。


  3. 同义转述：在说明同一问题时，通常会为了避免重复而变换用词。三种备选题型也会要求考生通过对上下文内容的理解，通过判断同义、近义词进行解题。如：

  解析：题目要求从备选答案中为给出的段落选择合适的标题。解答该题的时候，可根据给出文段的内容，结合备选项的表述，找到对该段主要内容同义转述的句子，即可得到正确答案。通读该段内容可知，段中第二行开始提到“吃饭的时候，定期讨论家人所熟知的人的成长经历。谈谈自己职业历程中的成败之处，鼓励孩子对自己的未来怀有想法”。继而浏览备选项的表述，D选项所表达的“定期讨论未来”恰为文中内容的同义转述。故可知，该题的正确答案应该为D。


  4. 逻辑关系：句与句之间存在的逻辑关系是文章表意的关键。不同的关键词起着不同的逻辑提示作用。三种题型通常会对连词、副词前后等表达观点处进行考查。以下为在阅读中需要注意的关键词：


  （1）表示前后内容意思一致或并列：or, and, as well（as）, both...and..., not only...but also..., either... or..., neither...nor...


  （2）表示后句的语义转折：but, yet, however, nevertheless, nonetheless


  （3）表示后者是前者的原因：because, due to, owing to, for the reason that, for, since, as, in that


  （4）表示后者是前者的结果：therefore, result in, lead to, consequently, as a consequence, contribute to, attribute to


  （5）表示让步关系：even though, though, even if, although, now that


  （6）表示后者是前者的目的：in order to, so that, so as to


  （7）表示前者是后者发生的条件：if, only if, unless, as long as, provided that, on condition that


  （8）表示例证关系：for example, for instance, for one thing, to illustrate, as an illustration, that is, namely


  （9）表其他：in fact, indeed, actually, particularly, as a matter of fact

  解析：该题空前的段落提到“历史特殊论（historical particularism）”占据主导地位，但随后用转折连词but引出不同的理论，即传播论diffusionism，该段正好是两种理论的对比。7个备选项中，G很显然是一个例子，主要说到由于信息缺乏，这两位人类学家错误地认为农耕等这些都是起源于古埃及，并且传播到世界各地。事实上，所有这些文化发展在世界不同地方的不同时期都曾分别出现过。通过分析这个例子，可知此处是两种不同的观点的比较，正好印证空前段落的两种理论，故选项G正确。


  5. 结构联系：通常考研阅读文章在论述一个主题时，会分层次、分轻重地举例子、做总结。B节的三种题型就要求考生从整体把握全文，分清主次，了解句子之间的关系。通常需要注意的是以下几部分：


  （1）主旨句：通常出现在段首尾处，是把握文章大意、抓住文章线索的关键。


  （2）过渡句：用以衔接前文意义并引出后文内容。


  （3）论据部分：用以展开作者想要表达的观点。

  解析：题目要求从备选答案中为给出的段落选择合适的标题。该题可以通过解读文中给出的论据部分，归纳出作者想要表达的观点，从而得出正确答案。给出的文段首句指出，“孩子们应该懂得如何对待挫折、压力以及不足之处”。而下文中的“他们也应该学会如何……”以及“……能帮助；……也有助于……”等句式所表述的含义都是如何帮助孩子解决各类问题。又因为，选项E表述的“帮助孩子培养解决问题的方法”恰与该段归纳的主要内容相符合。由此可知，该题的正确答案应该为E。


  特别注意


  新题型考查的重点在于文章结构上的关系和布局，以及上下文的有机衔接。一般情况下并不要求考生过分关注某一具体的细节。所以考生不应在细节、生词上太过浪费时间，而应着眼于全文，在理解全文内容、文章结构、逻辑关系（如时间、地点、因果关系、从属关系等）的基础之上做出选择。


  理解不同文章结构的区别有助于解题。只有摸透了文章逻辑关系的来龙去脉，才能对句子的组织和调遣有一定认识。而文章结构的安排总是遵循一定规律的：


  1. 介绍性结构：主要介绍事物、问题或倾向的特点等细节性信息。


  2. 释义性结构：解释某一理论、学科、事物。主要用例子比喻，或进行类比阐述。


  3. 比较性结构：对比两个人或事物的功能、特点、影响、优缺点。


  4. 因果性结构：主要分析事物的成因、所造成的影响以及未来所具有的趋势等。这种分析可能是客观的，也可能是主观的；可能是直接的，也可能是间接的。


  5. 评论性结构：先介绍一种观点，之后对其进行评论或驳斥，进而分析其优缺点及危害性，最后阐明自己的观点。


  二、解题步骤


  1. 完形填句（段）题


  （1）阅读文章题目附近的句子，锁定目标答案可能的特征。


  （2）细读空格前后句，体会空格处在文中的作用，根据上下文判断其与相邻句间的逻辑关系。


  （3）阅读选项，寻找关键词，如代词、专用名词、连接词、数字、复数名词等。


  （4）将选项代入，并通读全文，看文意是否通畅。


  （5）选完一个，划掉一个，不要再受其干扰。


  （6）出现代词的选项往往不能放在首句，it作为形式主语的句子除外。还要注意指代成立的条件。


  （7）做题不必按顺序，先易后难，可先排除掉意思过窄或过于绝对的选项。


  2. 段落排序题


  （1）仔细阅读每一段文字，了解段落大意。


  （2）研读已确定位置的段落，推断文章大意或基本行文线索。


  （3）通过待排序段落的内容和所展示的逻辑关系来判断位置已确定的段落的前后段。


  （4）依照以上方法逐一确定所有段落的位置。


  （5）按照自己的排序通读文章，进一步检查排序的正确性，要注意前后段落逻辑关系是否密切，内容是否紧密相连。


  3. 例证和标题匹配题

  The cause of Alzheimer's disease is unknown, but various studies suggest that its risk factors extend beyond genetics. Some studies have associated the disease with a dearth of physical activity.　1　


  A new study bolsters the view that both kinds of inactivity pose risks. People who have the memory loss, confusion, and disorientation of Alzheimer's disease in old age were generally less active physically and intellectually between the ages of 20 and 60 than people who don't have the disease were, according to study coauthor Robert P. Friedland, a neurologist at Case Western Reserve University School of Medicine in Cleveland, and his colleagues.


  The researchers collected lifestyle histories of 193 Alzheimer's patients with an average age of 73. The scientists compared these with data on a control group of 358 people, average age 71, without Alzheimer's.


  The team then calculated the amount of leisure time each participant had spent between ages 20 and 60 on each of three types of activities. Passive activities included watching television, talking on the phone, and going to church. The scientists also tallied time spent on intellectual activities, such as reading, knitting, and playing a musical instrument, and on physical activities that included gardening, walking, and competitive sports.


  　2　


  After establishing an average overall activity level for all the study's participants, the researchers discovered that the Alzheimer's patients were nearly four times as likely as the people without Alzheimer's to fall below that average. In particular, the non-Alzheimer's volunteers had devoted more time on average between ages 40 and 60 to intellectual activities and less to passive ones than had those who developed the disease.　3　


  While certain genetic factors seem to influence the brain deterioration associated with Alzheimer's, these don't account for all cases of the disease. Indeed, studies of genetically similar people living in separate countries show divergent rates of Alzheimer's disease.


  The new study accounted for differences in education and income but not occupation. It doesn't point to a cause of Alzheimer's or even predict who reinforce the value of remaining physically and mentally active, Friedland says. From an evolutionary standpoint, people are still physically designed to be active hunters and gatherers. “Being a couch potato,” he says, “is not our natural state.”


  “Intellectual stimulation may work the same way,” he says. 　4　 Some researchers suggest that challenging the brain builds reserves of functional brain tissue that protect people against the disease.


  “This is a very intriguing study built on extremely rigorous data collection and tabulation,” says Mary S. Mittelman, an epidemiologist at New York University School of Medicine. However, she wonders why some people are active during their middle years while others aren't. 　5　 “It could be a combination of both,” Friedland says.

  Many of the most publicized changes in higher education in the past three decades have been curricular. Critics inside and outside academe have wrung their hands over a variety of course appearances, adjustments, and alleged “disappearings”（the dirty work of “leftist” faculty hit squads）.


  ① A major thrust of most of these curricular reforms was to acknowledge the historical importance and cultural contributions of groups, doers, and thinkers beyond the limited cast or “canon” of Western white males featured in prevailing texts and syllabi. This, in turn, led to the inclusion of women and other “minorities,” an emphasis on conflict and pluralism, a globalization of the curriculum in general, a questioning of the canonical criteria of “greatness,” and a rise in cross-and interdisciplinary studies. 　1　 All of these changes posed a major threat to the status quo and induced no little angst in the halls of ivy.


  Conservative critics upset over these changes have conveniently forgotten that curricula are in constant motion. If they are not, they ossify and lose their vital connection with the changing world around them.　2　


  Not only is curricular change normal, it is normally conflicted, because we—faculties, students, and “society”—harbor different versions of our collective past, visions of our future, and expectations of the new generation of college graduates. And because curricular imbroglios are normal, they should not receive apocalyptic billing, such as “battles” and “wars”—Armageddon—between “Ancients and Moderns,” “The Two Cultures,” or（more lightly）“Loose Canons,” the waging of which is spurred on by the perceived “sacrality of reading lists.”

  We can take comfort from two other home truths about curricula. One is that innovations in scholarship, controversial or not, do not necessarily or speedily make their way into the curriculum. In the humanities, introductory courses, lower-level surveys, and general education courses all tend to resist scholarly fashion and especially “theory.”　4　


  　5　 That is, to stretch the boundaries of our understanding; to teach the young to value our intellectual heritage not by rote but through comprehension and examination; to continually and perpetually subject the “wisdom” of our society to thorough and thoughtful scrutiny while making the “wisdom” of other societies and cultures accessible and subject to comparable scrutiny; to refuse to simplify our culture beyond recognition by limiting our focus to only one segment of American society and instead to open up the entire society to thoughtful examination.


  ［A］The organization of schooling and further education has long been associated with the idea of a curriculum. But what actually is curriculum, and how might it be conceptualized? We explore curriculum theory and practice and its relation to informal education.

  ［B］The second truth is that a curriculum is in many ways whatever students make of it. Despite the best-laid plans of parents and faculty, students manipulate the formal curriculum to suit themselves, or they skirt it by creating an extracurriculum that speaks more directly to their needs, values, and goals.

  ［C］Simultaneously, an influx of “postmodernist”theory from France and Germany threatened the humanities and social sciences by overturning or seriously challenging virtually all of their traditional （“modernist”）assumptions and intellectual procedures.

  ［D］We are still faced with a situation in some, perhaps many, colleges where grade-point averages are almost meaningless, distinctions between students are almost impossible for outsiders to make, and a majority of seniors graduate with honors.

  ［E］② Since the 1960's the curricula of our colleges and universities have rightly responded to the often dramatic changes in our world, society, and student population, the last of which is now more than half female, more than a quarter minority, and considerably older than it used to be.

  ［F］ Recent alarms over the curriculum, then, are largely unwarranted. As historian Lawrence Levine assures us, colleges and universities today “are performing precisely the functions institutions of higher education should perform.

  ［G］Moreover, curricula change not cataclysmically, by faculty putsch or outside imposition, but gradually, by accretion and small attrition. Older offerings—Shakespeare, Western Civil, The Bible—tend to remain and new ones are simply added, resulting in our current super-store curricula. During the 19th century, most of the action involved the sciences, and in the first half of the 20th the social sciences were at issue.

  Many workers in the U.S. and around the world have defined contribution retirement savings plans, either through their employers or as part of the social security system. Workers covered by these plans typically must make a number of decisions about the plan, which may include whether to participate, how much to contribute, how to allocate plan assets across various investment vehicles, and how to decumulate assets following retirement.


  　1　 Standard economic theory suggests that defaults should have little effect on retirement savings outcomes—if the default option is not the best choice for the worker, he will simply switch to his preferred option, as long as switching is not particularly costly.


  　2　


  Most employer-provided pension plans in the U.S. have standard enrollment, where workers must opt in if they wish to participate.　3　


  The researchers next examine the choice of how much to contribute and find that here too, defaults matter. In one firm with a default contribute rate of 3 percent of salary, more than one quarter of workers contributed exactly that amount to the plan, despite the existence of a dollar-for-dollar employer match on contributions up to 6 percent of salary. Once the firm switched to a 6 percent default, virtually no new hires selected a 3 percent contribution rate.


  Defaults affect asset allocation as well. The researchers look at the experience of one firm that switched from standard to automatic enrollment, where only workers hired under automatic enrollment had a default investment fund. ② They find that fully one-third of workers hired under automatic enrollment invested all of their assets in the default fund, a choice made by virtually no workers hired under standard enrollment.

  Next, the researchers discuss some possible explanations for the persistence of defaults. One explanation is the complexity of making retirement plan decisions. Surveys of financial literacy find that many individuals lack basic financial knowledge about concepts like risk or compounding. The psychology literature has established that individuals are more likely to put off making decisions as the complexity of the decision increases. Defaults that simplify retirement decision-making can thus encourage participation. 　5　 A third explanation is that individuals perceive the default as an endorsement of a particular course of action.


  The evidence indicates that all of these factors contribute to the importance of defaults. For instance,“quick enrollment,” which requires individuals to opt in to the plan but offers a preset contribution rate and asset allocation, generates a higher participation rate than standard enrollment but a lower participation rate than automatic enrollment.


  ［A］However, some plans have automatic enrollment, where workers instead must opt out if they do not wish to participate. The researchers find that having automatic enrollment leads workers to join the plan at a much faster rate. In one firm that switched from standard to automatic enrollment for new hires, the plan participation rate was 35 percentage points higher after three months on the job under automatic enrollment, and remained 25 points higher after two years.

  ［B］This shows that simplifying decision-making is helpful, but that self-control problems also play a role. There is also substantial evidence for an endorsement effect—for example, workers are more likely to allocate their own contributions to company stock when the employer match is made in company stock.

  ［C］① For each of these decisions, there is usually a default option; for example, it could be that workers are not enrolled in the plan unless they opt in or that plan assets are invested in a money market fund unless workers select a different asset allocation.

  ［D］In practice, however, defaults seem to matter a great deal. This is the conclusion of researchers John Beshears, James Choi, David Laibson, and Brigitte Madrian. The researchers look at the effect of defaults on participation, contribution rates, asset allocation, and postretirement distributions, as well as consider some of the explanations for the persistence of defaults.

  ［E］But there are also policies that discourage savings, such as the regulation allowing employers to compel a cash distribution of plan assets for departing employees when assets are less than$5,000. As the researchers conclude, “defaults are not neutral——they can either facilitate or hinder better savings outcomes.”

  ［F］ A second possible explanation is that some individual have problems with self-control, which may lead them to postpone enrolling in the plan or to make other decisions that are inconsistent with their long-term goals.

  ［G］The researchers also discuss the evidence on defaults and the decumulation of assets after workers leave their jobs. Defaults have been shown to affect whether a young worker takes his account balances as a cash distribution or keeps it invested in a retirement account, and also whether an older worker takes his account balances as a single or joint life annuity. Thus defaults are extremely influential at every stage of retirement plan decision-making—participation, contributions, asset allocation, and decumulation.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  我引用的数据以及生动的例子，对你来说再熟悉不过了。然而你可能对一个日渐增长的数字并不太熟悉，这就是你办公室里积极寻求晋升或新工作的女性人数。这个女人可能具备各项职业技能，也许还有宝贵的经验。她可能并不满足于担任“难得一见”先生的执行助理或是副主席的得力女助手——同时也是惟一一个周六还上班的人。


  她就是被我称为女权运动第二次浪潮的象征。她是一个决心成为现代人的女性。


  她的先驱是激进的女权主义者，将自己受困的境地诠释为处于统治阶层的男性对女性的压迫。她认为，男人为女人创造了一个居家的、奴化的角色，为的是使男人们可以拥有事业和参与社会的重要决策的机会。因此激进的女权主义者认为从古至今女性都受到压迫和非人的待遇，主要是因为男人选择去剥削他的妻子和他孩子的母亲。有时的剥削是经过深思熟虑的，有时则是出于无知，因为他们从未想过去深入体察一下生活的各种要求。

  大量女权主义组织的飞速发展证明了这样一个事实：这些激进的女权主义者们已经触及到了某些要害。《女士》杂志在《生活》杂志停刊的那一年诞生了。然而提升自我意识的集体往往自我终结。太多时候是性别歧视反了过来，对男性的憎恨之情得到了鼓励。因此许多人又站到了男性沙文主义一边。


  因此，发现一种通往适度的趋势并不困难。自我意识提升越来越被看作是一条获得独立和满足的途径，而不是一个实现自身的仪式。真正的独立可以通过竞争来实现，可以通过对职业的寻求来实现，可以通过教育的作用来实现。要记住妇女的教育在许多年间都被认为是无用的。


  


  1. E 空格处自成一段，应该起到承上启下的作用。前一段提到，积极寻求晋升或新工作的女性可能具备职业技能，或许还有宝贵的经验；后一段首句指出，她的先驱是激进的女权主义者。推断可知，前一段中的she和后一段中的her指代的是同一类女性，因此所选段落应以she为线索。选项C与E中都出现了she，但C的内容是女性对男性角色的理解，这与下文提到的女权主义者不能很好地衔接，故答案应为E，用以解释she指代的是作者所说的第二拨女权主义的代表。


  


  2. C 该空格前提到，她的先驱是激进的女权主义者，将自己受困的境地诠释为处于统治阶层的男性对女性的压迫，再结合空格后用于表示得出结论的thus（因而）和行文逻辑可知，作者应该在空格处解释男性是如何压迫女性的，因此所选内容应该是激进的女权主义者对男性的看法或评价，所以C符合文意。B项中虽然也提到了radical feminists，但主要讲的是她们在男性社会中所做的努力，与前后文逻辑关系不大。


  


  3. G 根据空格所在段的关键词recognize、explore、identities和realize可知，该段提到了女性自我认识和身份认同的问题；下一段作者就女性所扮演的社会角色提出疑问，综合推断，空格处的内容应是对本段内容的总结，同时引出关于女性社会角色的问题，选项中只有G与之吻合，其中还再现了原文中的explore和identities。


  


  4. A 该空格前提到了女权组织所取得的成就，空格后则指出人们又站到了大男人主义一边，前后内容显然是相对的，由此推断，空格处所选内容应该和上文或下文构成转折，结合选项，可确定A正确，其中but为表转折的标志性连词。


  


  5. F 该空格前提到，自我意识提升越来越被看作是获得独立和自我实现的途径，而不是自我实现的仪式，其关键词为independence和fulfillment；空格后以祈使句形式指出，妇女的教育多年来都被认为是无用的，关键词为education。综合推断可知，空格处所选的内容应该与独立、自我实现或教育有关，与之相符的只有选项F。

  将不断变化的时尚说成是蓄意制造浪费一点也不为过。许多女人每年将大量的钱用于更新她们还没怎么穿过的衣服。无力负担如此丢弃衣服的女人们花费了大量时间去改变她们的装束。将衣服的褶边翘起或是放下；腰线收紧或是放松；领口放低或是升高，如此等等。


  没有人可以宣称时尚产业能给社会作出什么重要贡献。时装设计师们很少考虑至关重要的事情，例如保暖性、舒适性和耐久性。他们仅仅对外在模样感兴趣，而且他们利用了这样一个事实：只要看着漂亮，女人们愿意忍受任何程度的不舒服。没有哪个男人在他一生中不曾为看到在寒冷日子里身穿薄衣瑟瑟发抖的、或是穿着精致的鞋子在厚厚的雪中挑路走的女人而感到好笑。

  4. D 该空格前提到，无力负担如此丢弃衣服的女性花费大量时间改变已有的衣物；下一段提到，时尚产业不能给社会作出什么重要贡献，与该段内容关联不大。推断可知，空格处所选内容不会起到承上启下的作用，应该是对女性修改衣物的具体解说，选项中只有D项描述的是衣物的改变，故选D。


  


  5. F 该空格前提到，时装设计师很少考虑保暖性、舒适性和耐久性这些至关重要的事情，结合行文逻辑推断可知，作者接下来应该谈论时装设计师关心的是什么，选项中只有F与之相符，其中they指代fashion designers。


  Passage 3


  在许多人的观念中，经济增长与繁荣紧密相连。我们把国民生产总值假定为衡量经济增长的标准，并用它来评判国家的经济状况。但人们同样清楚，对日益减少的自然资源大幅施加压力，将不可避免地导致社会繁荣的滑坡，如果还伴有人口大幅增长，后果就更为严重。那么，哪一种认识才是正确的呢？


  经济增长论者称，繁荣离不开经济增长，即经济增长是经济体系顺畅运作所必需的。支持经济增长的观点在一个领域内尤其引人注目，这个领域就是第三世界。由于第三世界国家贫困和落后的事实，不反对人口增长，而是反对经济增长似乎显得冷漠无情。但事实是否如此呢？经济增长，尤其是富裕国家的经济增长，是否导致了第三世界的贫穷而不是进步呢？如果答案是否定的，我们又如何解释为什么第三世界国家在致力于经济增长近一个世纪后仍处于如此穷困的境地呢？


  为了理解上述问题，我们必须得看经济增长对第三世界国家的影响——是看现实，而不是看那些发达国家学者们戴着有色眼镜提出的抽象经济发展阶段论。如果经济增长意味着把农田变为机械化的农业综合企业，为出口而不是本地消费进行生产，如果经济增长意味着本地的丰富矿产和自然资源被外国投资者及其在当地的合作者强行剥夺，如果经济增长意味着背负沉重的国际债务，但那些借来的钱并没有用于国家发展而变成了一辆辆昂贵的汽车与一幢幢迈阿密的豪宅，那么经济增长对第三世界国家的人民而言又有什么好处呢？


  诚然，这么说确实是把问题简单化了。但这种观点仍然是成立的：欠发达国家的经济增长不能以抽象的标准来评判；评判标准的基础必须建立在以下内容之上：经济增长在这些国家的真实含义、谁获利谁受害、经济增长给人民带来了什么以及使人民失去了什么。这样看来，目前状况下的经济增长对于这些第三世界国家来说弊远大于利。


  那么，繁荣需要经济增长吗？只有当经济增长为零时才能知道答案，但这是很难做到的试验。现代经济无疑是相当复杂的，这是对人类组织能力的贡献，也是对人类理解能力的挑战。一切影响经济运作的因素，例如零增长政策，都要经过审慎考虑和自我质疑方能采用。但是，如果跨入未知的经济状况是恐怖的，同样恐怖的就是让这种惧怕阻碍我们行动，而不行动很可能意味着留给后世无尽的苦难，也可能意味着威胁我们生存的环境灾难。

  2. E 该空格前提到繁荣离不开经济增长，并引入了第三世界这一话题；空格后借助表转折关系的连词but指出，相对富裕国家的经济增长可能会导致第三世界的贫穷而不是进步，由此推断，空格处所选内容应与第三世界的经济增长和贫困有关，且与but后的内容相对，结合选项可知应选E。


  


  3. B 该空格之前的一段指出，发达国家的经济增长可能是导致第三世界国家贫穷的原因；空格后具体说明了发达国家的经济增长给第三世界人民造成的不利影响，由此推断，空格处所选内容应该是对下文提到的具体影响的概括，且起到承接上文的作用，结合选项可知B符合文意。


  


  4. A 作者在该空格前具体指出了欠发达国家经济增长的评判标准，结合空格后的so（那么）可知，空格处所选内容应该与下文提到的“growth”（经济增长）有关，且应该是依据作者在上文中提到的评判标准而得出的结论，A项刚好与之相符，其中considered in this way指的就是依照上文的评判标准考虑经济增长。


  


  5. F 该空格前提到，现代经济极为复杂；空格后借助表转折关系的连词but说明了跨入未知经济状况的不良后果，由此推断，空格处所选内容应该与人们对待经济的谨慎态度有关，选项中只有F与之相符，其中their functioning指代modern economies' functioning。


  Passage 4


  阿尔茨海默氏病（老年痴呆症）的病因无人知晓，但很多研究表明，并不仅仅只是遗传因素在作祟。有些研究者认为这种病与缺乏某种生理活动有关。另外一些人则认为阿尔茨海默氏病与缺乏脑力劳动有关。


  一项新的研究提出，这两种不活跃的状态都有可能引发阿尔茨海默氏病。美国克利夫兰一家医学院的神经科专门医师罗伯特·弗里德兰和与他共同研究的同事认为，有失忆、神志不清、丧失方向知觉等症状的阿尔茨海默氏病老年患者，在20~60岁时，无论是从生理还是智力上来说，都不如没生这种病的人们活跃。


  这些研究者们共收集了193名平均年龄为73岁的阿尔茨海默氏患者生活方式的相关资料，并将这些资料与358名平均年龄在71岁的非阿尔茨海默氏患者做了比较。


  接着，他们又计算了年龄在20到60岁之间的人花在3种活动上的闲暇时间。不活跃的活动包括看电视、打电话和做礼拜等。科学家还记下了他们各自花在智力活动上，如看书、编织、玩乐器等，及体力活动，如园艺、步行、体育竞赛等上的时间。


  然后，他们把每个人从事多少种不活跃、体力、脑力活动，在这些活动上花费的时间和把闲暇时间用于这些活动的人的年龄制成表格。


  总结出所有参与者的平均活动量后，研究者发现，低于这个平均值的人中，阿尔茨海默氏患者差不多是非阿尔茨海默氏患者的4倍。尤其要指出的是，40到60岁之间的非阿尔茨海默氏患者与此病的患者相比，平均花费在脑力活动上的时间要多，而从事不活跃活动的时间要少。阿尔茨海默氏患者惟一比非此病患者做得好的活动就是看电视，弗里德兰说。


  诚然，遗传因素的影响使大脑退化，这是引发阿尔茨海默氏病的一个原因，但并不是全部原因。实际上，有研究表明，居住在不同国家的遗传基因相似的人们患阿尔茨海默氏病的几率也大不相同。


  这项新的研究考虑了教育、收入方面的差异，但不包括职业方面。弗里德兰认为，它并没有指出任何一个阿尔茨海默氏病的病因，甚至也没指出哪些人需要多进行体力和智力活动。从进化论的观点来看，人类的身体构造还是适宜于采集和狩猎。他说：“终日无所事事，不是我们天生的状态。”


  弗里德兰也认为，智力上的刺激亦能起到相同的作用。研究指出，教育水平较高的人患此病的可能性要小一些。有些科学家指出，挑战大脑会使大脑组织保持其功能，可以保护人们免受阿尔茨海默氏病的困扰。


  “这是一项很有趣的研究，它建立于极其严格的数据收集和表格制作上。”玛丽·米特尔曼说。她是纽约大学医学院的一名流行病专家。但是，她不明白为什么有些人在中年时期仍能表现得很活跃，而有些人却不能。老是坐着不动真的能引发阿尔茨海默氏病吗？或者很早的时候病症就已经出现，一直巧妙地潜移默化着人的生活方式？“可能二者兼有吧。”弗里德兰说。


  


  1. E 该空格前提到，阿尔茨海默氏病的病因不明，但很多研究表明该病不只与遗传有关，有些研究认为此病与缺乏生理活动有关；空格之后的一段在首句提到，这两种静止不动的状态都可能引发阿尔茨海默氏病，再结合该段中的physically and intellectually可知，空格处所选内容应该是智力活动（intellectual activity）的缺乏可能引发阿尔茨海默氏病，结合选项可知应选E，其中others与前一句的some相对应。


  


  2. A 该空格自成一段，应该起到承上启下的作用。空格前一段讲到，研究人员统计了研究对象花在三类活动上的时间；空格后一段给出了总结出所有研究对象的平均活动量后得到的结论，由此推断，空格处讲的应该是研究人员对研究对象资料的具体整理及研究，故选A。


  


  3. D 该空格前提到，未患阿尔茨海默氏病的研究对象与阿尔茨海默氏病患者相比，在脑力活动上花费的时间更多，在不活跃活动上花费的时间则要少，这显然是对研究结论的具体表述，由此推断，空格处也应是对研究结论的表述，可能也是对未患阿尔茨海默氏病的研究对象与阿尔茨海默氏病患者活动情况的对比，选项D刚好与此相符，且其中复现了关键词activity。


  


  4. F 该空格前提到，智力上的刺激能起到相同的作用，其中“相同的作用”（the same way）指的是上文提到的降低阿尔茨海默氏病得病率，因此空格处的内容应该与智力因素在降低阿尔茨海默氏病得病率上的作用有关，结合选项应选F。


  


  5. G 该空格前提到，一位流行病学家想知道为什么有些人在中年时期表现活跃，而另一些人却并非如此；结合空格后的both可知，空格处应该包括两方面内容，且应该是对人们在中年时期表现不同的原因的推测，结合选项可知G最符合文意，其中it指代那位流行病学家想要弄清楚的原因。


  Passage 5


  美国是一个年轻的国家，所以我们用了更长的时间去学习那些历史相对悠久的国家几十年前甚至几百年前就经历过的痛苦的成长教训。现在我们终于成熟了，可以去审视一个对保卫《宪法》和《权力法案》、对保护言论表达自由无甚兴趣的行政制度会是什么样子。事实上，这样做是违反他们的经济和政治利益的。


  爱国主义这一字眼越来越被当作一个威胁性的大棒，用来攻击那些认为伊拉克战争可耻的批评家；被当作压制言论自由的手段来迫使那些被指责不爱国的反对者保持沉默。如同现在所表明的那样，无需去审查新闻媒体——因为把记者投入监狱是一种丑恶的而且从心底里不受欢迎的做法。那些拥有我们的报纸和电视台的公司与那些为我们的政府提供财政支持的人一样，而那些要和我们的国防部长赴宴的新闻节目主持人是不会问令他们发窘的问题的。


  同时，为了阻止我们行使宪法所赋予的自由，通过了一些被我们称为“激冷效应”的法律。比如，《美国爱国者法案》包含了一些条款，要求图书管理员和书商回应美国联邦调查局关于普通美国公民目前阅读内容的信息的要求。


  许多美国作家和公民都应当行动起来反抗和抵制这些做法，这一点正日益明确起来。但问题始终是做什么、如何去做。


  去年秋天，我参加了伟大的以色列诗人Aharon Shabtai的朗诵会。他是一个有争议的人物，在他的国家经常有人指控他支持巴基斯坦，但事实上，他支持的不过是整个人类罢了。我钦佩他的工作和他的勇气，他无悔地面对同胞的批评和蔑视，他坚持他自己所认为是正确、以及确实是正确的东西。在朗诵会期间，他说的只有一点让我感到不安。他说他们这一代成长于法国哲学的教育中，先是萨特，后是德里达，成长于坚信细微区别的信念中。但是对此类区别的需要已经令人麻木，令人变得丧失能力了。他说现在惟一重要的区别就是善和恶之间的区别。


  我认为我理解他的意思，但这仍然令我不安，事实上，我并不赞同他的观点。让咱们暂时回到希特勒和第一夫人在艺术博物馆的故事当中去。像我先前所说的那样，对我而言，这些故事最重要的意义更在于其差异性而不在于其相似性，因为如果我们细细探究就会发现这些差异性是理解两种全然不同政体的文化、方法和最深层信仰的关键，它们是一些谨慎的、分析性的和预测性的线索。希特勒对艺术的理解全都是关于民族主义、镇压和反犹太主义，而第一夫人则坚信世界是一个商店，它容纳了一切：艺术、文化、激情和人类生活，如果必要的话，可以买卖并转化为利润。


  作为作家，作为世界的公民，我们需要记住，正如塞缪尔·贝克特为了回应契诃夫，在一个世纪之前所说的，“普遍包含在独特之中”。当那些政治极端主义者鼓励我们不要把其他人当作人类看待而把他们看作是立刻变得更加广泛、之后日益细化、日益无知、无情和残忍的其他的种类时，这句话显得尤其重要。作为训练有素、具有观察能力的作家，我们应该能够在这种我们所观察到的现实和我们被告知的谎言之间游刃有余。


  


  1. E 文章第二段提到，对新闻媒体进行审查实际上没必要，因为把新闻工作者送进监狱是非常丑陋且不受欢迎的事，由此推测，所选论据应该进一步说明有关媒体或新闻界的问题。结合选项，E中的newspaper and television stations刚好可与上文的journalists相对应，故为答案。


  


  2. C 文章第三段开篇提到，已通过的法律旨在建立我们所说的“激冷效应”，来阻止我们行使受宪法保护的自由，由此推断，接下来应该对该观点进行具体说明。结合选项，C中列举的《美国爱国者法案》的内容正是对第三段的补充说明，故为答案。


  


  3. A 本段提到作者参加以色列诗人Aharon Shabtai的朗诵会，段落中多处出现代词he用以指代Aharon Shabtai，再结合下一段开篇提到的作者理解他的意思推断可知，所选论据应涉及Aharon Shabtai所说的话，选项中只有A与此相符。


  


  4. G 文章第六段提到，作者不同意Aharon Shabtai的观点，同时回顾了希特勒与第一夫人在艺术博物馆中的故事，而下文则阐述了希特勒和第一夫人对艺术的不同看法，由此推断，所选论据应该涉及作者不同于以色列诗人的观点。结合选项，G项再现了上文中的these stories，且表达了作者自己对差异的看法，故为答案。干扰项F中虽然也出现了stories这个词，但所讲的是这些故事都与无知和粗俗有关，显然与作者表述的内容不一致，故排除。


  


  5. B 文章最后一段后半部分提到，有观察力的作家应该能够在所观察到的现实和被告知的谎言之间游刃有余，由此推断，所选论据也应该与作家有关，且内容涉及事实与谎言。结合选项， B项内容刚好与此相符，且再现了该段后半部分的as writers、we need to等关键词，故为答案。干扰项D涉及的是文学作者和爱好者与人性的问题，与该段内容不符，故排除。


  Passage 6


  是什么使美国高等教育成为“全球的羡慕对象”？世界其他国家的教育者注意到的第一件事情便是我们高等教育机构的数字以及繁多的种类。我们拥有将近4200所大学和学院，远远超出其他任何一个国家；其中58%的学校为四年制，41%为公立学校。作为一个资本主义国家，789所（或者说19%的）学校是两年制或者大专，都希望为其股东或所有者盈利。这4000多所学校包括从哈佛大学、芝加哥大学以及斯坦福大学等世界上顶尖的研究型院校，到函授的文凭制造厂等这些世界上最坏的骗子。


  然而，所有这一切都是利用了美国人对自我完善、启蒙以及证书孜孜不倦的渴求。目前大约有1500万的学生登记入学，全日制或是半工半读。他们由100多万的教师授课，又由150万的人员管理和照料——这一数字比汽车、钢铁和纺织工业员工的总和还要多。


  那1500万学生并非是惟一幸运的群体。美国以为学生提供第二以及第三次机会而闻名，不像许多国家有着严格的国家考试，这些考试早早就决定了公民的教育和职业命运。即使是所谓的“大考试”，学术评估测验，对于那些想获得大学学位的学生来说不过是个小小的障碍。18~24岁的美国高中生中，几乎有一半都可以进入大学深造——这本身就是一个令人吃惊的庞大数字——当今大学生中有三分之一以上的人年龄不低于25岁。对于那些过去没有上过大学的人，想要寻找工作或是换工作的人，以及希望丰富老年生活的人来说，去大学学习已成为越来越多人的选择。


  也有越来越多不同背景的人选择去大学学习。现在的学生中，56%是女性，28%是少数民族，大约40%的人接受联邦政府某种形式的资助。仅从标题上判断，费用似乎是进入大学学习最严重的障碍。对于许多最低收入群体来说，情况仍然如此。现在的学生中，只有9%的学生家庭年收入少于两万美元，65%的学生背后有至少五万美元的家庭收入，毕业比例更加呈倾斜的状态。然而，令人吃惊的是，从总体上来看人们还是负担得起美国高等教育的费用的，特别是考虑到大学毕业生与高中毕业生一生的收入相差百万美元的时候。


  固然，进入该国最著名的私立院校深造的全部费用足成为天价——四年中接近15万美元，但这只限于少数人。所有本科公立学校平均花销只比11,000美元稍多一些（走读生还要少2000美元）。即使对私立寄宿学校来讲，每年的费用也仅有25,000美元，此外许多获捐赠较多的重点大学还可以提供丰厚的奖学金、工作机会，以及长期低息贷款。中等私立学校要花费掉一个中等美国家庭大约一半的收入（1998年一个中等美国家庭收入约47,000美元），而四年制公立学校的花费才不到家庭收入的20%。超过四分之三的学生都会选择进入公立学校学习。


  


  1. B 文章第一段开篇提到，美国高等教育被全球羡慕的原因是：高等教育机构的数字和繁多的种类，随后作者列举了大量的数据加以佐证，由此推断，所选论据也应涉及有关院校的数据。A、B、D三项都列举了具体的数据，但A谈到的是学生比例，D项中的数据与学费有关，显然与该段内容不符，而只有B项给出的大量数据与美国高等教育机构有关，故选B。


  


  2. F 文章第二段提到，目前大约有1500万的学生登记入学；第三段后部分提到，美国高中生中几乎有一半可以进入大学深造，这本身就是一个令人吃惊的庞大数字，由此推断，所选论据也应与学生入学的人数有关。结合选项，F中的those 15 million students正好与第二段中的Nearly 15 million students are currently enrolled相呼应，故为答案。


  


  3. A 需补全的部分出现在段首，因此应起到承上启下的作用。结合第三段末句提到的上大学以及选项可知，A项中的also a growing option正好与第三段末句的an option相对应，故为答案。


  


  4. G 文章第四段从学生的角度提到上大学的费用问题，指出低收入群体会受到学费的牵制，而65%的人有父母的大力支持，由此推断，所选论据也应与学生的学费支付情况有关。结合选项，G项提到，人们大体上还是负担得起美国高等教育的费用的，与该段内容相符，故为答案。


  


  5. D 文章最后一段前半部分提到美国私立院校和公立院校的收费问题，后部分提到私立大学和公立大学学费占家庭收入的比重，由此推断，所选内容也应与大学的收费问题有关。结合选项，D项讲的正是私立学校和其他名校的收费问题，故为答案。干扰项C的内容主要涉及留学生及其给美国经济带来的好处，E则涉及斯坦福大学、哥伦比亚大学和麻省理工等工科大学的学位分量问题，两者皆与文意不符。


  Passage 7


  在过去30年间，高等教育中最瞩目的变化一直是课程改革。业内外的评论家想方设法地修改课程名称，调整课程设置，并宣布“取消某些课程”（这是左翼教育人士肮脏的交易）。


  大多数课程改革的目的是超越时下流行的文本和大纲中描述的西方白人男性狭隘的特点和“教规”，来认识到改革的历史意义，以及了解一大批群体、实干家以及思想家所作出的文化贡献。反过来，这会带来妇女以及其他“少数群体”的包容、对于冲突和多元化的关注、课程设置的全球化、对于“伟大”规范标准的质疑，以及日益兴起的跨学科及多学科之间的研究。同时，源自法国和德国的“后现代主义者”理论的流入是对传统理论（“现代主义者”）及其智力程序的颠覆或挑战，它威胁到了人文科学和社会科学。所有这些改变对现状都有很大的威胁，在“象牙塔”内引起了不小的骚动。


  保守的评论家对于这些改变感到不安，他们已经轻易地忘记课程改革一直在持续进行。就算没有忘记，他们也已经僵化，并与周围这个变化的世界失去了重要的联系。自从20世纪60年代以来，各大院校的课程改革都与世界、社会以及学生数量方面的急剧变化息息相关，其中在学生的数量中，女性超过了一半，少数民族超过了四分之一，学生的年龄也比过去大了许多。


  课程改革是正常的，受到抵触也是正常的，因为我们——教师、学生以及“社会”——对我们过去的理解、未来的展望，以及新一代大学生的期望都有所不同。由于课程设置上的纷乱在所难免，他们不应该受到如此夸张的批判，诸如在世界末日善恶决战的战场上“古代人与现代人”，“两种文化”或是（轻一点的语气）“松散的教规”之间的“搏斗”以及“战争”，这是由被察觉到的“书单上的神圣品德”的刺激而发起的。


  此外，通过教师的反对和外部的强迫接受，课程的改变并不明显，而是通过增长和小摩擦逐渐变化。一些古老的人物或是著作——莎士比亚，《西方文明》，《圣经》——都会保留下来，新的东西会添加进去，从而导致我们目前的课程设置处于一种超市一样杂乱的状态。一些院系的变化更让评论家们担忧。最近一轮有关课程的辩论关注点集中在人文科学上，主要是英语和历史。19世纪期间，大部分的辩论都涉及科学，而20世纪的前50年社会科学则是被谈论的话题。


  我们可以从课程改革的其他两个事实中得到安慰。其中之一为学术的改革，无论这一想法是否有争议，都没有必要或以如此之快的速度进入课程改革。人文课程中，入门课程、低层次的调查以及大众教育课程都抵制学者风范，特别是他们所谓的“理论”。第二个事实是课程的设置在很大程度上取决于学习这门课程的学生。虽然家长、教师拥有完美的教育教学计划，学生还是控制着正常的课程学习，以适应他们的需要，或者他们通过课外活动更直接地满足其需要、价值以及目标。


  最近关于课程设置的警示是毫无根据的。历史学家劳伦斯·莱文向我们保证，今天的各大院校“明确履行了高等教育机构应该履行的职能”。也就是说，拓展我们的理解范畴；教会年轻人重视珍贵的文化遗产，不是通过死记硬背，而是通过理解和考察；永远使我们社会的“智慧”依存于彻底及深思熟虑的审视中，同时接触其他社会和文化的“智慧”，并进行对比；拒绝把思维仅局限于美国社会，使我们的文化过于简单化，而是要开放整个社会，对其进行有思想深度的考察。


  


  1. C 文章第一段提到，近30年来高等教育最瞩目的变化是课程改革；第二段具体提到课程改革所引发的文化冲突、多元化、课程全球化等一系列变化和问题，最后还提到，所有这些变化对现状构成了巨大的威胁，由此推断，所选论据应该也是围绕变化展开的。结合选项，C具体说到德法后现代主义对传统理论和整个人文、社会科学的影响，这也属于变化的内容，且句首的Simultaneously（同时）可以用于承接上文，故C为答案。


  


  2. E 第三段前部分提到，保守的评论家思想已经僵化，并与周围这个变化的世界失去了至关重要的联系，由此推测，所选论据的内容很可能与批评家的保守形成对比，即提到有关适应变化的世界的内容。结合选项，E提到20世纪60年代的课程改革与世界、社会等变化息息相关，正好与上文构成对比，故为答案。


  


  3. G 文章第四段提到，课程变化是正常的，由此所引发的矛盾冲突也是正常的，随后对该论点进行了具体论证，由此可知，作者是赞成课程改革的；第六段首句提到，我们可以从课程改革的其他两方面事实中找到安慰，由此推断，所选论据也应该和课程改革的变化有关。结合选项，G开头由关键词moreover引导的内容正是对上文的补充说明，故为答案。


  


  4. B 文章第六段提到，我们可以对课程改革的其他两方面事实感到欣慰，其一是学术的革新，由此推断，接下来应该提到另一方面的事实。结合选项，B中的the second truth刚好可以与上文出现的two other truths和one相对应，故为答案。


  


  5. F 由下文中的that is可知，下文内容应是对所选内容的解释说明。下文提到，教育应该教会学生重视文化遗产，学生应该接受其他文化的“智慧”等，由此推断，作者通过这些论据要表达的观点应该是教育改革是必要的。结合选项，F开头即提到对于目前改革的警示是毫无根据的，正符合文意，故为答案。干扰项A提到，学校教育和进修教育一直以来都与课程理念相结合，D提到目前院校中学生的考试平均分问题，与文章涉及的课程改革关系不大，故排除。


  Passage 8


  许多美国以及其他国家的工人都通过老板或是作为社会保障体系的一部分，制定了退休贡献储蓄计划。计划中所涉及到的工人通常都必须根据计划作出一系列的相关决定，这些决定可能包括是否加入计划，贡献多少，如何通过不同投资渠道分配资产以及如何在退休之后处理这些资产。


  每个决定中，通常都会有一个默认选择；例如，除非工人选择加入，否则是不会被包括在计划中的，或是除非工人选择不同的资产分配方式，否则计划资产将会被投入到基金市场。标准的经济学理论认为默认值对退休储蓄没有影响——如果对于工人来说，只要其他选择花费不是特别昂贵，默认选择不是最好的选择的时候，工人会转向其更喜欢的选择。


  但是，实际上，默认选择看起来很重要。这是研究者约翰·贝希尔斯、詹姆斯·施瓦、戴维·莱伯森以及布里吉特·玛德琳的结论。研究者们考察了默认选择对于计划参与、贡献比率、资产分配以及退休后的资产分配等问题的影响，同时也给出了坚持默认选择的一些解释。


  美国大多数由雇主提供的养老金都要进行标准的注册登记，如果工人想要加入，他们必须选择加入。但是，一些计划会提供自动注册，如果工人不想加入，必须选择退出。研究人员发现自动注册使工人们以更快的速度加入计划。有一家公司对于新员工由原来的标准计划转变为自动注册，三个月后，在自动注册体制下，计划参与率比原先高出35%，两年后仍高出25%。


  接下来，研究人员调查了对于贡献值的选择，并发现在这方面，默认选择同样也很重要。采取工资的3%作为默认贡献率的一家公司里，超过四分之一的工人提供了准确的金钱额度，尽管有的雇主会把这一比例提高到6%。一旦公司将默认值变为6%，实际上没有员工会选择3%那一档。


  默认选择同样影响资产分配。在一家从标准注册转为自动注册的公司里，只有自动注册体制下的工人拥有默认投资基金，研究者们发现三分之一处于自动注册体制下的工人会把他们的全部资产投入到默认投资基金中，而处于标准注册体制下的工人根本不会作出这样的决定。


  研究人员还讨论了默认选择的根据以及工人退休后资产处理问题。研究表明，年轻的工人要么会寻求账户平衡以作为现金分配，要么将其投资到退休账户中，而默认选择对他们的选择有很大影响，同时也会影响到年老的工人把自己的账户平衡当作单一还是共同的养老金。因此，默认选择在退休计划决定的每个阶段——加入、贡献、资产分配以及利用等方面，都十分重要。


  接下来，研究人员讨论了对于坚持默认选择的解释。其中之一即是对于作出退休计划决定复杂性的解释。财政文化调查发现许多个人都缺乏关于一些概念如风险或是组合的基本的财政知识。心理学文献中认为当决定的复杂性提升时，人们更可能会推迟作出决定。因此，将退休决定简单化的默认选择可以鼓励工人的参与加入。第二个解释是关于工人自我控制的问题，这可能会使他们推迟加入计划或是作出与其长远目标不一致的决定。第三个解释为个人将默认选择视为某种具体行为的签署文件而接受。


  迹象表明，所有这些因素使默认选择变得很重要。例如，“快速注册”要求人们选择加入计划，但是提前设置好贡献率和资产分配额度，这与标准注册体制相比，会提高参与率，但其参与率没有自动注册的高。

  ［A］Phil Knight doesn't speak in public very often. And when you hear from him these days, he doesn't sound happy. Talking to Wall Street analysts from his Oregon headquarters last week, the founder and head of Nike Inc. didn't mince words: “This is a dark day around these halls.”

  ［B］Knight's problems would worry any CEO: a stock price that has slid to the bottom from the top, a plunge in profits and warehouses full of shoes that aren't selling. But most critical is a price war that has sliced U.S. sales and is a sign that Nike's lock as the champion of “cool” may be weakening. Although Nike prides itself on technical innovation, losing its cool would be tantamount to losing the game.

  ［C］One answer is to play down the Swoosh, and some Nike watchers say it will do just that. Nike is marketing new products, including its ACG（All Condition Gear）line for hiking and outdoor styles.

  ［D］Last week was particularly glum at Nike's headquarters in suburban Portland. Managers had warned of layoffs but hadn't revealed any names. On Wednesday, 250 employees were told to pack up their desks, while stunned colleagues looked on.

  ［E］Yet Nike is now facing a marketing conundrum: can you be big and cool? When Teenage Research Unlimited did its latest survey, 40 percent of kids named Nike as one of the “coolest” brands, down from 52 percent just six months ago. Kim Hastreiter of Paper, a New York magazine, says that the coolest things around now are brilliantly colored suede sneakers by New Balance. Even Adidas, torpedoed by Nike and Reebok in the 1980s, is staging a comeback.

  ［F］ Nike's ace in the hole is Knight himself. Charismatic and down to earth, Knight still lives in the house he bought 25 years ago. Knight's deep passion for Nike means he will fight hard for it. “I've always thought that Phil has three children—two sons and a brand,” says Bedbury, “Never underestimate a father's love of a child.”

  ［G］At most corporate offices, that scene, though painful, wouldn't be cataclysmic, but for Knight and his employees, even a setback bears the agony of defeat. Nike rose about as high and fast in the 1990s as any company can. It took on a new religion of brand consciousness and broke advertising sound barriers with its indelible Swoosh, “Just Do It” slogan and deified sports figures. Nike managed the deftest of marketing tricks: to be both antiestablishment and mass market, to the tune of$2 billion in sales last year.

  ［H］Knight acknowledges the challenge. “We have to be beautiful as well as big. It's no mean feat,” says Scott Bedbury, former global ad chief for Nike. “The worst case scenario would be to become Microsoft,” says Kevin Keller, a marketing professor at Duke. Best case: be like Coca-Cola.“They're everywhere, but no one seems to resent them for it.”

  ［A］Yet despite the Energy Star program's impressive returns, federal spending on the development of new energy-saving technologies continues to fall. Since 1978, public spending on energy research and development（R&D）has declined by nearly 60 percent, according to media reports.

  ［B］Some members of Congress are working to reduce the uncertainty that comes with energy production tax credits. According to Sen. Pete Domenici （R-N.M.）, chair of the Senate Energy and Natural Resources Committee, the federal and private sectors together reinvest less than 1 percent of total energy sales back into energy R&D. To help reverse the trend, Domenici, along with Jeff Bingaman （D-N.M.）and Lamar Alexander （R-Tenn.）introduced the Protecting America's Competitive Edge through Finance（PACE-Finance）Act in early 2006. The proposed legislation would “modernize and make permanent the R&D tax credit”.

  ［C］Thanks to hefty support from the federal budget, the Energy Star program has to date helped Americans save enough electricity to avoid the need for an estimated 50 new power plants. Even more, the Department of Energy estimates that every federal dollar spent on the Energy Star program resulted in an average savings of at least $75 in consumer energy bills, the reduction of nearly 3.7 tons of carbon dioxide emissions, an investment of $15 in private sector capital, and the contribution of over $60 to the economy.

  ［D］But now that concern is growing over rising energy prices and the effects of climate change, the private sector appears interested in picking up the slack. While venture capital investment in energy is on the rise, overall private investments in energy R&D is about half of what it was in 1990. Yet several large companies are stepping up energy R&D efforts and exploring the profit potential of energy-saving technologies.

  ［E］Public-private partnerships for energy R&D have also become increasingly important. According to “Energy Technology Perspectives—Scenarios and Strategies to 2050”, a report released by Energy Information Center, the private and public sectors each play different but crucial roles in developing new energy technologies. The authors report the private sector is best suited for providing ongoing R&D for technologies which are already commercially viable, while public funding is best applied to “promising technologies that are not yet commercial”.

  ［F］ GE invested $700 million in clean technologies in both 2004 and 2005, and the blue chip company plans to increase its annual spending on cleantech R&D to $1.5 billion by 2010. In May 2005, GE launched Ecomagination, a corporate initiative to expand its portfolio of cleaner energy products and reduce its own greenhouse gas emissions. Jack Fish, vice president of global manufacturing, GE Consumer & Industrial, leads the company's 148-facility Ecomagination retrofit. Revenues from Ecomagination climbed to more than$10 billion in 2005, up from $6.2 billion in 2004. In addition, GE is working to reduce its greenhouse gas emissions 1 percent by 2012 and improve energy-efficiency 30 percent by the end of 2012.

  ［G］Dupont, for example, recently announced plans to spend $800 million on R&D for “green technology”. As a result, the company hopes to increase annual revenue from products that improve energy efficiency by $2 billion, and it expects to double annual revenue from renewable resources to at least$8 billion.

  ［B］Yet for all the coverage, our understanding of the underlying issues, class, child care—rarely grows. And technotragedies can sometimes be dangerous. In the weeks following the TWA Flight 800 crash, every conceivable conspiracy theory, terrorist plot, and paranoid suspicion about the government and its investigators was uncritically repeated, and flashed all over the world around the clock. Yet investigators now conclude that there was no evidence of foul play at all.

  ［C］From Frankenstein to the Titanic, history is littered with fictional and real dramas and tragedies involving technology. ① But the digital age, with its attendant high-speed interactive hardware, visual imagery, and global linkage, has brought us a whole new kind of cultural and media phenomenon, something very bit as frightening as a plot by Mary Shelley: the technotragedy.

  ［D］② Broadcast instantly and globally, stories like the Woodward and Simpson trials and Diana's death cause different information cultures—mainstream and tabloid journalism, print and electronic, interactive and passive—to fuse and focus an unprecedented amount of attention on a single story, continuously, for days and weeks on end. The story mushrooms, sucking up everything around it and taking on a life and power of its own. We are confronted with more information about a single subject than can possibly be lucid, coherent, or even digestible. Cable channels, stuck with many hours of airtime and little new information to fill them with, scramble for “experts” who present and argue these stories as if they were vast global sporting events. And as the Woodward case revealed, it's no longer just major news that ignite these firestorm. Increasingly, regional stories are given the same intense international attention.

  ［E］As a culture, we have yet to learn how to cope with the changes. As these stories become red-hot, we have to stay. As emotional imagery is beamed at us from every direction, we need to stay detached. As vast amounts of information, opinions, and imagery rain down on us via talk shows and Web sites, we have to learn how to be skeptical and patient. We have to grasp the ironic reality that, in an era when stories come to us faster than ever, the truth, if it comes at all, is apt to arrive slowly.

  ［F］Technotragedies can undermine poetics as well, as unsubstantiated theories spread, controversies arise, and scapegoats get singled out, often in a climate of unfiltered hysteria. Journalism, the institution charged with offering us a clear and truthful petite, now morphs into a new kind of electronic mob, transmitting distortions instead of correcting them, pursuing revelation over truth, pathos over reason.

  ［G］And remember the worldwide uproar against the hapless photographers reported to have been responsible for Diana's death? Only after the story died down did we—those of us particular attention to the inside pages of newspapers—learn that the photographers played no role in her death, that they were following far behind her speeding car when it crashed, that they did call for help, and that they didn't interfere with rescue efforts.

  ［A］Is America's mortgage market rigged against blacks? Yes, say many researchers and lobbyists. Blacks are rejected for home loans far more often than whites; and despite four years of tough enforcement of anti-discrimination laws, they are likelier to be turned down than when Bill Clinton took office. No, retort mortgage lenders. Relative rejection rates reflect not race, but such things as credit and debt histories. And anyway, black home-ownership and lending to black borrowers have both increased sharpie in the past few years.

  ［B］② Follow-up work by researchers at the Chicago Fed found that the loan officers in the Aston study—almost all of them white—treated objective information differently according to the race of the applicant. In particular, bad edit histories and indebtedness cut blacks' chances of approval far more than those of whites. However, this research has corn under attack. Suppose, say its critics, that blacks were being widely discriminated against. Then blacks who succeed in getting mortgages should be less likely to default than whites. But a study by four economists at the Federal Reserve found that black default rates are higher. Mom, black-owned banks tend to have even higher rejection rates, suggesting factors other than race are at work.

  ［C］Increasingly, lenders gather information about applicants over the phone, by post or via a computer, rather than face-to-face. Remote assessment is much favored by mortgage brokers, who accounted for 56%of the loan market. Because it is easier to bundle together loans with few quarks, they favour hassle-free applicator. And because they like to deal with large amounts of money, many prefer not to bother with low-value mortgages. The rise of these lenders has made it more likely that poorer Americans black or white, will be left out.

  ［D］The virtue of remote mortgage assessment and credit bong is that it is impossible to be racist when the applicant is invisible. But the irony is that because blacks are on average poorer than most Americans, they are more likely to be economically insecure and to have dodgier credit histories. Thus these colour-blind devise will not increase black's access to mortgage finance may do the reverse.

  ［E］The Clinton administration has not joined the search war, but it clearly smells racism in the lending process. And rather than pursue individual instances of discrimination, it is bong lenders toward the use of technocratic tools that are colour-blind but unforgiving to Americans with low incomes. Ironically, these even fairer tools may help to exposing why all racial categories, and especially blacks, are suffering increasing denial rates.

  ［F］Both sides agree that good candidates, of whatever colour, will get mortgages, whereas bad ones will not, and that explicit, Jbo-Crow-style racism is gone. They disagree about the treatment of applicants whose economic histories are flawed but not hopeless. Among this group, according to a paper by economists at the Boston Federal Reserve, published last year and much discussed since, whites do get a better deal. The authors estimated the effect of 38 variables, such as income and location of property, on the chances of getting a loan. ① Had blacks been treated in the same way as whites, they concluded, 2l% would have been rejected; in fact, 28% were.

  ［G］Another tool, credit scores, measure the risk of delinquency and default. Scores are calculated by compiling information on applicants' credit histories. Those with less than a given score are turned down. Sinner Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac, another government-backed provider of secondary mortgages, last year asked lenders to provide credit scores, and their use has soared.

  ［A］Many sites are slick and glossy flat facades with flashing banner advertisements, functioning like a mall or the Los Vegas strip. The Internet's notorious “red-light” zones might be thought of as corresponding city districts, but they are more closely associated to each other by numerous “links” than they are to any other “neighbourhoods”. While structures and materials are different—bits and files versus bricks and mortar; coded information versus buildings; and links and search engines versus streets and subways—the two worlds remain linked. Industries familiar from the “real world” are visible to the web wanderer, though their web architectures may differ dramatically from the corresponding physical space.

  ［B］In the few short years from 1995 to early 1999, its mythology bombarded American popular culture to such a degree that non-techies became familiar with formerly obscure technical nomenclature like www and dot-com. Promises touted by corporate advertisers, politicians, and cyber fanatics alike were staggering: empowerment, convenience, global democracy, wealth, communities unfettered by geography, mutable identity, and even the erasure of gender and race. Everything was new and better in the e-world and its gold-rush economy.

  ［C］The compressed sense of Internet time is often likened to “dog years”—an apt metaphor given its rate of change. 1993-94 saw the birth of the first popular browser, Mosaic, and the mark-up language that produces web pages. By 1996 Mosaic had died out, replaced first by Netscape and then, increasingly, by Explorer. Through these stages, the web has undergone a visual transformation from grey pages with crude imagery to sophisticated layouts and animation, including the more recent streaming of audio and video.

  ［D］Even though we may travel “there” every day, the virtual space of the Internet is not a place as we typically understand the word. Yet the city is still a productive spatial metaphor for the electronic network. William Mitchell, for instance, titles his book on the subject the City of Bits: Space, Place, and the Infobahn （Mitchell, 1995）. Certainly in both the physical city and on the Internet, people meet, carry out work, gather information, shop, and sightsee, or as the case may be, site-see. Marshall McLuhan suggested that every new medium is a rearview mirror to its recent historical past; and, indeed, patterns of cities are enacted online.

  ［E］During the closing decade of the twentieth century, the Internet, popularly called cyberspace and the information superhighway, became the utopian space.

  ［F］ It is also useful to consider a few differences between the Internet and the city based on construction and time. Basic websites can be made by anyone with computer access and a few simple skills. Although this does not equate to “democracy”, as is sometimes claimed, it does mean that one need not have corporate backing to create one's own web-space or critique another's. In fact, I teach students to make their first websites in only a couple of hours by stealing other sites and modifying them. This time scale is vastly different from the years it may take an architect to see a design built.

  ［G］The idea of “connecting” with others in different geographical locations is part of the allure of the Internet. Portions of the Internet have social aspects that are part of the ways in which it is conceptualized as a space. The suggestion of “place”, where one might “go” to meet others, came early on in the form of mediated areas like chat rooms.

  ［A］Certainly commercialism generates a fair amount of regularity. For example, when a non-commercial or anti-commercial movement or organization emerges, it is immediately scanned as a business opportunity—for the sale of legal services, counseling, gear, memberships, and material exploitable by the news and entertainment industry. Money-free zones are hard to find in the social landscape, only features more saturated or less saturated with commercialism. To take another example, booms and busts occur repeatedly. Booms involve overconfidence in technology, loose credit, excess capacity, manipulation and swindling, goldrush fever. Busts involve loss, bankruptcy, unemployment, and panic. Safeguards are installed too late to prevent busts and removed too soon to prevent booms. It's the way we do things.

  ［B］The short answer is no. Americans are predictable, very predictable, in their social behavior but erratic in justifying it. This could be interpreted in several ways. All theories, including Foucault's, tend to come up short against reality. America is too crude to suit a European model. And so on. It is more interesting, though, to explore the native pattern in its own right.

  ［C］As you may have heard too often already, the French historian and social theorist Michel Foucault posited an iron law of cultural hegemony. Local contests and assertions of power, according to him, feed into networks. Cliques, coalitions, institutions, regimes, and social classes channel the friction and flatten orbits into overall strategies of domination. Social structure is power consolidated, including control of wealth. To sustain power, elites are said to create a thick cultural overlay, “hegemonic discourse,” that shapes what will be thought and expressed. Its purpose is to make what goes on seem correct. When it is working well, this nefarious process fills people's consciousness with myths, images, spectacles, codes, bodies of knowledge, and assignments more beguiling than the raw power formation they mask.

  ［D］On balance, however, Americans are poor at mystification. Cover stories on a par with those developed where the cultural overlay was thicker—say afterlife, courtly love, wheel of dharma, proletariat—are hard to come by. Economics, thoroughly mathematized, is indeed mystifying, comparable to priestcraft. Yet when economists lapse into ordinary language, they could be mistaken for comedians. Given the recurrence of booms and busts, their term “market efficiency”borders on facetiousness. In any case, the lay audience for studies of booms and busts only seeks clues to timing. Given a chance, they intend to run through the cycle again, this time jumping in sooner and pulling out earlier.

  ［E］The United States is a business society and always has been. Does it fit Foucault's model—regularity of social relations interlocked with a sophisticated mystique?

  ［F］Certainly too there are, in some areas of American life, mystifications such as Foucault had in mind, regarded as sacrosanct without awareness of their background. The American lawn, for instance, began with the rich trying to imitate English estates in the wrong climate, whereupon the merely well-to-do took it up in a wave of second-hand snobbery. The U.S. Department of Agriculture, the Garden Club of America, real estate dealers, landscaping firms, and zoning boards then pushed the lawn farther down and across the class system. Today about$25 billion per year changes hands for seed and fertilizer, pesticides and water, mowing equipment and gasoline. By weight, grass clippings make up the nation's biggest crop. Multitudes, oblivious to origins, profits, and waste, now identify lawn care with civilization.

  ［G］Thus in the United States a home grown model has to be substituted for Foucault's linkage of power and well-wrought symbolic culture. Behavior is closely attuned to the mobility of capital but haphazardly combined with an uneven cultural overlay.

  然而耐克现在面临着一个营销难题：你能够做大做强吗？最近市场调研公司TRU所做的调查显示，40%的儿童将耐克列为“最棒的”品牌之一，这与仅仅六个月之前52%的调查结果相比显然下降了许多。纽约的一个杂志Paper的金·哈斯特雷特说，现在最棒的东西就是纽巴伦斯制作的色彩绚丽的仿麋皮运动鞋。甚至曾在20世纪80年代被耐克品牌和锐步品牌所击败的阿迪达斯品牌，现在也正卷土重来。


  奈特承认这一挑战的存在。耐克的前全球广告主任斯科特·百德伯瑞说：“我们不得不做大做精。但做到这一点谈何容易。”杜克大学的营销学教授凯文·凯勒说：“最坏的情形就是成为微软公司。”最好的情况就是像可口可乐公司。“它们遍布全球，但是似乎没有人为此对它们不满。”


  有一个答案就是减少“疾风”品牌，一些耐克公司的观察者说耐克公司会这样做。耐克正在推销他们的新产品，包括适合徒步旅行和户外风格的ACG（全系列产品）生产线所生产的产品。


  耐克应急的法宝是奈特自己。奈特富有领袖风范又实际，他仍旧居住在25年前购买的房子里。奈特对耐克所报有的很深的感情意味着他将为耐克奋力力争。百德伯瑞说：“我总在想，菲尔有三个孩子——两个儿子和一个品牌。决不要低估了父亲对一个孩子的爱。”


  1. B 文章开篇，即A段指出，耐克公司的创立者奈特遇到了很大的麻烦，由此推断，第二段应该承接该话题，告诉读者奈特究竟遇到了怎样的麻烦。B中列举了奈特所面临的一系列问题，正是对第一段的进一步说明，故B为正确答案。


  2. D 文章第二段，即B段提到了一大堆的麻烦，那么公司产生了问题会引起怎样的后果呢？可知接下来的段落应该围绕问题的后果展开。选项D中提到的耐克公司不得不进行裁员正是对后果的具体阐述，故为答案。


  3. G D段提到了裁员，那么这种举措对于雇员和公司来说究竟意味着什么？结合选项，G段中的that scene以及painful刚好是对上文裁员的“痛苦场面”的重现，该段同时指出了这（裁员）对于雇员和公司来说意味着失败，故选G。


  4. E G段后半部分提到了耐克以往的光辉业绩，但由上文可知，文章主要说的是耐克遇到的问题，由此推断，作者是想通过对比之前的成功和现在的困难来突显耐克正面临难关，可见作者接下来仍会说明耐克面临的问题，而话题的转折相应会出现转折词；结合选项，E段开头的yet是表示转折的连词，该段刚好在说耐克遇到的问题，在逻辑和内容上都可以与G段相衔接，其中的now和G段中的in the 1990s也体现了现在与过去的对比，故选E。


  5. H E段中讲到了耐克公司现在面临的难题，那么耐克公司又是如何看待这些问题的呢？又将采取什么措施来解决问题呢？文章倒数第二段，即C段介绍了耐克解决问题的方案，由此推断，E段之后的一段应该说明耐克公司对待问题的态度。选项H开首就说奈特承认挑战的存在，可以紧密承接E段，因此应选H。


  Passage 2


  由于联邦预算的大力支持，“能源之星”计划迄今已经为美国节省了大量的电能，从而避免了按预计需要新建50座发电站的浩大工程。更重要的是，能源部估计联邦政府在“能源之星”计划上每投入1美元，就为消费者节约了至少平均为75美元的能源费用，减少了大约3.7吨的二氧化碳排放，等于为每个私营企业投资15美元，为经济作出了60多美元的贡献。


  然而，尽管“能源之星”计划的回报很丰厚，联邦政府在新能源节约技术研发上的资金投入持续减少。据媒体报道，自1978年以来，在能源研发上的公共开支减少将近60%。


  但由于人们日益关注能源价格的上涨和气候变化的影响，私营企业似乎有意抓紧这个松弛的环节。尽管企业在能源上的资金投入有所增加，但投入能源研发的全部私人投资大约只是1990年的一半。至今有几家大型公司正致力于能源的研发，开发节能技术的潜在利润。


  杜邦公司就是其中一例。最近杜邦公司宣布计划在“绿色科技”的研发上投资8亿美元。该公司的目标是希望从那些提高能源效率的产品中增加20亿美元的年收入，从可更新能源中增加一倍的年收入，使其最少达到80亿美元。


  在2004和2005年，通用电气公司在清洁技术上分别投入7亿美元，这家蓝筹股公司计划到2010年在清洁技术研发上增加的年投入达15亿美元。2005年5月，通用电气公司发起了“绿色创想”活动，发起的初衷是推广其清洁能源产品，减少它自身的温室气体的排放。杰克·菲什，通用电气消费和工业产品集团全球制造业的副总裁，领导148研究室的绿色创想革新。绿色创想带来的年收入从2004年的62亿美元攀升到2005年的100多亿美元。除此之外，通用电气公司正在力争到2012年使公司产生的温室气体的排放量减少1%，到2012年年底，使能源利用率提高30%。


  一些国会议员正在努力减少能源产品抵税中的不确定性。根据美国参议院能源和自然资源委员会主席Sen. Pete Domenici（R-N.M.）透露，联邦和私营部门加在一起，重新投入到能源研发中的投资额不到能源总销售额的1%。为了扭转这种趋势，Domenici，Jeff Bingaman（D-N.M.）和Lamar Alexander（R-Tenn.）在2006年年初提出了《通过财政保护美国竞争力优势法案》（PACE-Finance）。这一法案的提出将“使研发的抵税额符合现行标准，并永久性地确定下来”。


  在能源研发上的公私合作关系也变得越来越重要。根据能源信息中心发布的报道“能源技术展望——2050战略方案”，国营企业和私营企业在新能源技术的研发上各自发挥着不同的重要作用。作者指出私营企业最适合为商业上切实可行的技术提供持续的研发，而公共基金要最好地应用在“还未进入商业领域的有前途的技术”上。


  1. A 文章第一段即C段提到，在联邦政府预算的支持下，“能源之星”计划为美国人节省了很多电能，该段还以具体数据说明了该计划带来的种种好处。结合选项，A段首句提到，尽管“能源之星”计划的回报很丰厚，联邦政府在新节能技术研发上的资金投入却持续减少，恰好是对第一段内容的承接，故选A。


  2. D A段提到，联邦政府在新节能技术研发上的资金投入在减少，再结合最后一段即E段中提到的公共部门和私营部门的合作关系（public-private partnerships）以及选项可知，本文主要在讲公共部门和私营部门在节能技术研发上投资的问题，由此推断，该段讲的应该是私营部门在节能技术研发上的投资情况。结合选项，D段开头表转折的but表明了私营部门不同的态度，即私营企业似乎有意改变投资不足的情况，刚好符合文意，故选D。


  3. G D段最后提到，有几家大型公司正致力于能源研发，由此推断，该段很可能要举例说明具体公司在能源研发方面有所投资。G、F两项都是对公司在能源研发方面进行投资的举例说明，但G段开头出现了for example，由此可知，G段可以更好地承接上文，因此应该出现在F段之前。


  4. F 由上一题的解析可知，G、F两段都是对D段最后提到的几家大型公司的举例说明，因此此处应选F段，进一步举例说明通用电气公司在能源研发方面所做的投资。


  5. B 最后一段即E段提到，能源信息中心的报告指出，公私部门在新能源技术的研发上各自起到了重要的作用，而上文已经提到了某些私营大公司的能源研发投资计划，由此推断，该段应该介绍政府的相关举措。选项中B提到了国会议员为能源立法所做的努力，符合文意，故选B。


  Passage 3


  从《科学怪人》到《泰坦尼克》，历史总是充斥着包含科技的虚幻与真实的戏剧和悲剧。但是，数字时代，以其附带的高速互动硬件、视觉形象以及全球一体化，将一种全新的文化和媒体现象呈现在我们眼前，这有点像玛丽·谢利小说中的情节一样让人感到害怕：这是科技引发的悲剧。


  20世纪90年代末期充满了由科技引发的悲剧：海湾战争、美国环球航空公司800航班的坠毁，戴安娜·斯潘塞的死亡，以及八卦媒体对于自己的玛丽·帕宾斯（英国女作家帕梅拉的童话系列作品里一位有魔法的保姆角色）——路易丝·伍德沃德被指控谋杀一案的报道。所有这些都是以全新方式展现的老故事。由科技引发的悲剧往往起源于带有戏剧性的事件以及与之相伴的栩栩如生的人物形象。如果有谋杀、神话以及阴谋那是再好不过了。当众多令人惊讶的新老媒体技术——印刷、无线电广播、电视、视频、光纤、数字化电台、卫星以及网络——介入的时候，这些故事很快变成如同F-5号龙卷风一般强劲的信息风暴，甚至超出了最为剽悍的旋转博士（此等人物无不使出浑身解数把官方的言行说得冠冕堂皇，从而掩盖事实真相）的控制范围。


  媒体在世界范围内即时报道诸如伍德沃德和辛普森的指控以及戴安娜王妃的死讯这样的故事，导致了不同的信息文化——各主流以及八卦新闻业、印刷业和电子，互动与被动——以前所未有的注意力关注一个简单的事件，持续几天甚至是几周对其进行报道。故事迅速发展，吸收周围的一切因素，呈现出自身的发展轨迹与力量。我们面对的是某个本来有可能明晰、连贯甚至容易理解而今被赋予太多信息的主题。有线电视频道占用几个小时的电视节目时间，却没有什么新的信息，匆匆邀请一些所谓的“专家”当嘉宾来分析这些事件，如同对待盛大的全球性体育事件一样。正如伍德沃德一案所透露的，那些重要新闻不再是惟一吸引眼球的事件。地区性事件越来越得到了同样强烈的国际关注。


  然而，虽然接触全方位的报道，我们对于幕后事件、阶级以及儿童保育的了解——却没有加深。由科技引发的悲剧有时候是危险的。在美国环球航空公司800航班坠毁接下来的几周内，所有能想到的有关阴谋理论、恐怖主义密谋，对于政府及其调查者似于狂想症的怀疑的报道随处可见，昼夜不停地被传播到世界各地。然而，调查者现在作出判定说根本没有任何证据表明有违规行为。


  还记得当初报道戴安娜的死与那些倒霉的摄影师们相关的世界范围内的骚动吗？只有当事件渐渐平息下来，我们——这些特别关注报纸里页具体报道的人——才发现摄影师们与戴妃的死毫不相关。戴妃的车撞毁时，他们只是远远地跟在她那辆超速行驶的车后面，他们确实寻求了帮助，也没有干涉救护的实施。


  当毫无根据的理论四处蔓延，争议四起，通常在一片未经论证的歇斯底里中，替罪羊被选出来之时，由科技引发的悲剧同样可以破坏诗学。新闻业本该是为我们提供清晰而真实的事实真相的机构，现在却造就了一群新的电子暴民，传递着扭曲的真相却没有去更正它们，没有去追求真相背后的启示、理智背后的痛苦。


  作为一种文化，我们更要学会应对这些变化。当这些题材变得备受关注，我们惟有停留。当感性的形象从各个角度影响着我们的时候，我们必须与之保持距离。当大量的信息、观点、和形象通过谈话节目和网站扑面而来的时候，我们应该学会怀疑和耐心。我们必须把握具有讽刺意味的事实：在一个报道比任何时候都来得快的年代，真相，如果真的会出现的话，通常来得比较晚。


  1. A 文章第一段即C段提到，在高速交互式硬件、视觉形象、全球一体化的作用下，数字时代给我们带来了新的文化和媒体现象——科技引发的悲剧（technotragedy）。按照思维模式，下文应该会谈到什么是technotragedy，并对其进行说明，因此所选论据中应该会出现关键词technotragedy。结合选项，A符合要求。虽然B、F两项中也出现了technotragedy，但都是围绕technotragedy的影响展开的，不能与C段很好地衔接，故应排除。


  2. D 上文即A段主要讲述了什么是technotragedy，并对此进行举例说明，段末还提到，由于各种新旧媒体技术的介入，这些故事很快就会成为世界的热点新闻，由此推断，下文应该会谈到这些故事是如何被各种媒体报道，进而成为热点新闻的。结合选项，D段刚好是对媒介作用的具体介绍，且重复出现了上文提到的print、cable等关键词，故为答案。


  3. B D段提到，即使是一个简单的事件，在媒体铺天盖地的报道下，也会变成吸引眼球的大事，其带来的好处是人们可以迅速了解世界上的大事，甚至连那些区域性的事件也同样引起世人的关注，这显然是媒介传播的积极作用，但从辩证角度来看，媒介的传播也可能带来负面影响，因此下文内容很可能与D段是相对的。选项B、G、F的内容都与媒体报道的不足和负面影响有关，但B开头以yet表明转折关系，coverage更是对D段中各种各样news的重复，可见只有选B才可以更好地承接上文。


  4. G B段提到了全方位报道的不足，同时提到technotragedies有时可能会带来危害。选项G通过戴安娜王妃的事件中对摄影师的误解来叙述媒介的负面影响，正好是对B段首句提到的全方位报道并未加深我们对问题真相理解的补充说明，故应选G。


  5. F 最后一段提到，作为一种文化，我们必须学会应对这些变化；该段还就具体情况如red-hot stories、emotional imagery、vast amounts of information等提出建议；最后一句指出，要明白在这个年代，真相通常比报道来得晚。由此推断，其上一段应该涉及文化层面的问题，并提到报道与真相的关系。选项中只有F与此相符，且出现了poetics、truth等关键词，故为答案。


  Passage 4


  是否有人非法操控美国的抵押贷款市场来歧视黑人呢？答案是肯定的，许多研究人员以及说客都这么认为。在申请住房贷款时，黑人被拒绝的概率远远比白人高。虽然美国严格实施反种族歧视法已长达四年，但与比尔·克林顿执政时相比，现在黑人申请抵押贷款更易遭到拒绝。这种观点是不对的，抵押贷款的贷方反驳道。黑人抵押申请相对受拒率反映的绝非种族问题，而是贷方和借方的历史记录。不管怎么说，在过去的几年里，黑人房屋抵押以及贷款大大滋生了一些骗子。


  双方都认为，不管是黑人还是白人，只要是好公民，都会得到抵押贷款，而不良申请者则会遭到拒绝，原先明显的、Jbo-Crow风格的种族歧视已不复存在了。他们不赞同将申请人分种族进行区别对待，这些申请人只不过经济史上有过不良记录，并非无可救药。据波士顿联邦储备署经济分析员去年所发表并大量讨论过的一篇报告记载，在这群人中，白人相对来说申请通过率比黑人高。这些作者们认为贷款申请通过与否由38个因素决定，如：工资水平和房产所在地。他们得出的结论是，如果黑人享有与白人相同的待遇，那么黑人申请者的被拒率应该是21%，而实际上，该比率达到28%。


  芝加哥联邦储备银行研究人员通过跟踪调查发现，阿斯顿的贷款办公人员中大部分是白人，他们并不客观对待申请人的相关信息，相反，根据申请者的种族来决定申请通过与否。尤其是不良的信用记录而且还负债累累使得黑人的抵押贷款申请通过率大大低于白人。然而，这项研究也有其不足之处。该项研究的批评者提到，假定黑人在申请抵押贷款时普遍遭遇种族歧视，那么，那些能够成功申请到抵押贷款的黑人就应该比白人更守信用。但联邦储备署的四位经济学家通过研究发现，黑人不守信用的概率要比白人高，黑人银行的抵押受拒率甚至更高。这表明，除了种族因素之外，还有别的因素在起作用。


  克林顿政府并没有对此现象进行研究，但是他们也明显觉察到银行借贷过程中存在种族歧视现象。他们并不追寻种族歧视个案，而是对贷方予以打压，要求贷方采用种族平等但不利于低收入者的技术手段。具有讽刺意味的是，这些看似更公平的手段也许有助于人们解释为何所有的种族，尤其是黑人遭拒的比率也在升高。


  逐渐地，贷方通过电话、邮件或者电脑，而不再面对面，收集申请人的信息。抵押经纪人在借贷市场上占据56%，他们更钟情于远程评估方式。由于远程评估更易聚集贷款，经纪人们喜欢这种不需经过争论就能争取到的申请人。而且，由于他们喜欢经营大额度金钱，许多人都不再喜欢低利润的抵押贷款。这些贷方的大幅度增加使得比较贫穷的黑人或白人更可能被抵押贷款拒之门外。


  信用总分是用来衡量错失、不负责任等风险的另一手段。信用总分根据汇编申请人的信用历史方面的信息进行计算。那些没有达到某一指定总分的申请人就不会得到抵押贷款。Sinner Fannie Mae和Freddie Mac，是一家政府投资的二手抵押商，他们去年要求贷方提供信用总分值，信用总分的使用急剧上升。


  远程抵押贷款评估以及信用贷款的好处就在于避免种族歧视，因为在接待过程中，申请人是不可见的。但是，讽刺之处在于，平均来看黑人要比大多数美国人更加贫穷，因而他们更有可能在经济上没有保障，他们的信用记录更不可靠，因此，这些反种族歧视措施并不能提高黑人抵押贷款率，却起到相反的作用。


  1. F 文章第一段即A段提到，在美国的抵押贷款市场上，人们对黑人申请者受拒的原因有两种不同意见：一种认为是因为种族歧视，另一种则认为是由于信誉问题，由此推断，接下来的内容应与这两种观点有关。结合选项，F段开篇的both sides刚好可以指代上文提到的两种意见，且与文意相符，故为答案。


  2. B F段对比了两种不同意见；该段引用波士顿联邦储备署经济分析员的报告表明，白人的申请通过率比黑人高，贷款申请通过与否由工资水平和房产所在地等38个因素决定；最后一句提到，如果黑人享有与白人相同的待遇，那么黑人申请者的被拒率应该是21%，而实际上，该比率高达28%。由此可见，贷款申请中还是存在种族歧视的，因此下文应该就此展开进一步说明。结合选项可知，B段开篇的follow-up work刚好是对F段的衔接，且内容符合文章逻辑发展，故为答案。


  3. E B段首先提到有关第一种观点的调查报告，即贷款办公人员大部分是白人，他们会根据申请者的种族来决定申请通过与否；随后列出了第二种观点的反驳意见，即黑人申请者并没有普遍受到歧视，受拒更主要是因为黑人不守信用的概率要比白人高。可见该段对不同调查研究所提出的观点展开了论战。结合选项，E段开篇出现的search war恰好可以指代上文提及的两次调查研究，故应选E。


  4. C E段提到，克林顿政府要求贷方在贷款申请过程中所采用的技术手段并不涉嫌种族歧视，但却不利于低收入者，具有讽刺意味的是，那些看似更为公平的手段或许有助于揭示黑人为何频频被拒。由此推断，接下来的内容很可能围绕所谓的技术手段展开。结合选项，C段开头提到贷方通过电话、邮件或电脑收集申请人的信息，这正好可以用以具体说明E段中的tools，故选C。G项虽然也提到了tool，但由其中的another tool可知，该段应该出现在C段之后，表明另一种手段，故可排除。


  5. G 根据上一题的解析可知，G段开篇的another tool可以很好地衔接上文，用以介绍除C段中提到的remote assessment以外的另一种手段；G段内容还可与文章最后一段中的the virtue of remote assessment and credit bong相对应，故为答案。


  Passage 5


  在20世纪最后的十年中，因特网，其流行的称谓是电脑空间和信息高速公路，成为了乌托邦式的理想空间。


  在1995年到1999年初的短短几年间里，因特网的神话给美国大众文化带来如此大的影响，以至于普通百姓都知道www和点com等技术用名，而这些东西在前些年对他们来说还只是一个模糊的技术术语。公司宣传者、政客、网络痴迷者等对电脑前景的种种吹捧令人异常惊愕，例如：电脑赋予人权力、给人带来便利、全球性的民主、财富、无地理限制的社区、可变的身份、它甚至可以消除性别和种族差异。在网络世界及其带来的淘金经济中一切事物都变得新奇且更加美好。


  尽管我们每天都可以在因特网上四处游逛，但是网上的虚拟空间并非我们通常所理解的空间。不过对于电子网络来说，“城市”仍然是一个非常有效的空间的隐喻。例如William Mitchell在1995年出版了一本与此主题相关的书《比特之城：空间、地域以及信息高速公路》。当然，不管是在真实的城市中还是在虚拟的网络中，人们都会相识相遇、开展工作、汇集信息、购物、观光或者只是简单浏览。Marshall McLuhan认为每一种新媒体都是近期历史的后视镜，那些实际的城市模式也确实可以在网络城市中应用。


  许多网站充斥着闪烁的条幅广告，以浮华虚饰的大众化面目出现，它们的功能如同是一个购物中心或者拉斯维加斯的Strip大街。人们可能会把网上臭名昭著的“红灯区”与实际城市中的这些地区对应起来，但实际上通过无数的“链接”，它们彼此间的联系要比现实中的任何“邻居”都要紧密。虽然结构和材料不同——一个是字节和文档，另一个则是砖块和灰浆；一个是编码信息，另一个是建筑；一个是链接和搜索引擎，另一个是街道和地铁，但是这两个世界之间仍然互有联系。即使网上建筑与相应的实际空间有着很大不同，在网上浏览的人仍可以看到熟悉的“真实世界”的各种行业。


  因特网可以把处在不同地理区域的人们联结起来，这是它具有诱惑力的一部分。网上的格局分配有其社会因素，这也是可以将其定义为空间的部分缘由。“地域”这个概念，即人们可以“去”与他人相会的地方，在网上最早源于类似聊天室这样的交流地带。


  思考一下因特网和城市在构建和时间方面的不同也是非常有用的。任何可以登录计算机和会一些简单技能的人都可以建成基本的网站。这一点虽不等同于人们有时候所宣称的“民主”，但它确实意味着人们并不需要合作援助来创建自己的网络空间，也不需要去批评他人的空间。事实上，我教我的学生只在几小时内就可通过剽窃他人网址进行修改而建立起他们自己最初的网站。这种创建所花的时间与一位建筑师花数年时间才能见到设计付诸实施不可同日而语。


  网上时间的紧迫感可用“狗的寿命”来形容，这个比喻形象地说明了它更替的速度。1993年到1994年间出现了最初的大众化的浏览器、马赛克以及用于制作网页的超文本标记语言。到1996的时候马赛克已被淘汰，Netscape取而代之，然后又很快为Windows资源管理器所取代。经过这些阶段以后，万维网的界面也由形象粗糙的灰色网页转为复杂的图案和动画版面，有着最新的流线型视听效果。


  1. B 文章第一段即E段提到，在20世纪末被称为网络空间以及信息高速公路的因特网成为了人们理想的空间。由此推断，接下来的一段很可能解释网络空间为什么会成为人们的理想空间。结合选项，B段开头的in the few short years from 1995 to early 1999正是第一段中the closing decade of the twentieth century的同义转述，故为答案。


  2. D B段主要讲述网络成为人们理想空间的原因：广告、政客和网络爱好者吹捧电脑赋予人权力、给人带来财富、无地理限制的社区和可变的身份等；最后一句提到，在网络世界里一切都新奇而美好。按照文章发展逻辑推断，下文很可能论述网络是否是完全脱离现实而存在的。余下的四个选项中都包含space、city、place等关键词，但只有D段对网络是否真实进行了最初的阐述，且其开头出现的there刚好可以指代B段末句提到的e-world，故D应为正确答案。


  3. A D段提到，网络世界实际上是对城市存在模式的一种反映，真实的城市和虚拟的网络具有共同点。由此推断，下文很可能具体提到网络是如何对城市的存在模式进行反映的，也可能提到两者相对应之处。选项中只有A段具体说明了网络是如何反映城市模式的，故为答案。


  4. G 此时只有G、F两项可供选择，但由最后一段提到的“网络时间”（Internet time）可知，涉及时间概念的F段应该出现在最后一段之前，故此处只能选G，而G段内容恰好可以与A段提到的网络可以超越地域概念相呼应。


  5. F 由上一题的解析可知，此处应选F。


  Passage 6


  你可能会经常听到法国历史学家和社会理论家米歇尔·福柯的观点，即文化霸权的铁腕法律。根据他的观点，局部的权力争夺和确立滋生出网状结构。朋党派系、政党联合、机构团体、政权制度以及社会阶级疏通了摩擦冲突，将各种势力压制在整体的统治策略之中。社会结构是对权力的加强，其中也包括对财富的控制。他认为精英们为了维持其权力，创造出一个严密的文化圈层，亦即“霸权话语”，它将规范人们的所思所想和所言。其目的是为了让世间所发生的事情看上去是正确的。当这种话语大行其道时，此种邪恶的规训过程将以各种形式充满人们的意识：神话、形象、景观、编码以及知识的主体等等，同时比起该权力所伪装的最初形态，此时它拥有了更多的欺骗性。


  美国历来就是一个商业社会，今天仍然如此。那么福柯的模式——社会关系的规律性与复杂神秘性结合在一起——是否也适用于它？


  简短的答案是：不。美国人是平庸的，在他们的社会行为方面可说是非常的平庸，但是在判断其社会行为方面又很古怪。这一点可以从几个方面加以解释。所有的理论包括福柯的，都倾向于将现实简化。美国人太粗放了而无法适应欧洲的模式。如此等等。但是从其自身的继承性来说，探究其民族模式也是非常有趣的。


  当然，商业主义也会产生相当多的规律性。比如，当某种非商业的或反商业的运动或组织出现时，马上就被归到商业机会的范围里，这包括法律服务、咨询、设备、会员资格等方面的经营销售以及新闻和娱乐行业炒作的素材。在这种社会形势下，很难发现免费的不需要钱的地方，只能说其商业特征的多寡。再比如说，繁荣与萧条交替出现。繁荣期的特征包括：人们对技术过分自信，对信誉满不在乎，过度生产，暗中操纵和欺诈行为以及淘金热。而在萧条期，损失、破产、失业和恐慌并存。对于阻止萧条来说，防御措施来得太晚；而对于阻止繁荣来说，它又走得太快。这就是我们的处世方式。


  当然美国生活中的某些方面也有类似福柯所想到的令人困惑的行为，对于这些行为，人们无视其背景而将其视作神圣正当的。比如说，美国的草坪最开始是美国的富人们想仿效英国房地产的做法，却忽略了不同的气候条件，随之那些仅算得上富足的人在某一次二手的势利性的潮流中继续这一举动。然后美国农业部、全美园林俱乐部、房地产商、景观美化公司以及分区管理局助长了整饬草坪之风，甚至穿越了阶级界限。现在每年大约有250亿美元花在种子、肥料、杀虫、浇水、除草设备和汽油上面。就其重量而言，被修剪下来的草构成了这个国家最大的收成。现在大多数人，忘记了草坪的起源、利润以及浪费，而把整饬草坪和文明等同视之。


  然而，就整体而言，美国人拙于迷惑他人。在某些方面粉饰性的故事很难产生，而在另一方面，文化的伪装却可能更多一些，例如来生、精神恋爱、佛教教义和无产阶级。经济学，完全是数学化的，但同教士们的伪装相比又确实让人迷惑。但若经济学家们陷入日常语言中，人们会误认为他们是喜剧演员。对于繁荣和萧条的重复出现，他们的术语“市场效率”接近于无稽之谈。无论如何，这些外行的研究繁荣和萧条的旁观者们只是寻找合理掌握时机的线索。只要时机一来，他们就想再次穿过这个怪圈，这一次更快地加入其中，更早地脱身而出。


  因此在美国，一种本土化的成长模式必须替代福柯的权力与精美的符号文化相联系的模式。行为与资金的流动相协调，偶尔却与不平衡的文化伪装相结合。


  1. E 文章第一段即C段提到了Foucault有关文化霸权的观点，结合选项和最后一段可知，中间部分应该与美国文化有关，而按照写作思维，下一段作者应该会由Foucault的观点引出美国的文化模式。结合选项，E段提到了Foucault's model是否也适用于美国，正是对第一段的承接，故为答案。


  2. B E段最后提出疑问：Foucault的模式是否适用于美国？由此推断，E段之后的内容应该给出问题的答案。结合选项，B段开篇即给出了否定的回答no，故为答案。


  3. A B段提到，美国不适合欧洲的模式，开拓本土的模式更加具有趣味性，再结合E段提到的美国是一个商业社会推断可知，作者接下来应该要探讨美国本土的模式，且很可能与美国社会的商业性有关。结合选项，A段开篇即提到了commercialism（重商主义），最后还提到“这就是我们（美国人）做事的方式”，可见A段是对B段中提到的本土模式的探讨，故为答案。


  4. F联系上文，B段指出Foucault的模式不适用于美国，A段探讨了美国自己的模式，由此推断，下文应该结合Foucault的模式与美国本土的模式进行说明。结合选项，F段首句的certainly too刚好与A段首句的certainly相对应，故为答案。


  5. D F段肯定了美国生活中存在Foucault所说的mystifications，再结合最后一段提到的美国用本土化的成长模式来取代Foucault的模式推断可知，这一段应与mystification有关。结合选项，D段首句出现了转折词however且包含mystification，表明美国人拙于迷惑他人，既与文章主题相符，又承接下文，故为答案。


  第四章　例证和标题匹配题


  Passage 1

  “The oil price is very high, it's crazy.” The sentiment seems reasonable enough. After all, the price of a barrel of oil shot above $44, a record in nominal terms, on the New York Mercantile Exchange this week. But why does the oil price go that high? Here are some reasons.


  （1）The observation that the market was “crazy”:


  That is because those words were spoken on August 3rd by Purnomo Yusgiantoro, Indonesia's oil minister and the president of the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries（OPEC）.


  （2）High market needs:


  When there is need, there is market.


  （3）Stretched supply:


  That points to higher prices, but not necessarily a shock. For a start, even $50 a barrel would, in inflation-adjusted terms, still be below historic peaks. Also, the American market may be loosening a little. Official data released on August 4th showed a sharp rise in gasoline inventories last week, of 2.4 million barrels to 210 million barrels, the highest stock in a year and a half. Experts had expected inventories to fall by 500,000 barrels. Futures prices receded on the news.


  Another reason to think a shock is unlikely is the possibility that Saudi Arabia may yet have something up its sleeve. The Saudis rejected Mr. Purnomo's suggestion that they had little capacity left. On August 4th, the OPEC president backtracked, saying there was some spare capacity after all, and prices eased.


  （4）The Saudis didn't take effective measures:


  The Saudis claimed that they have started pumping oil at two new fields that were not planned to come online for three months.


  （5）Political factors:


  The main cause for concern today lies with a force that even the Saudis may not be able to reckon with: terrorism.


  ［A］Demand for petrol remains strong, especially in America and China, despite high prices.

  ［B］Skeptics insist this is not ahead of schedule, but acknowledge that the new oil will more than offset declines elsewhere, especially if the Saudis manage to delay the retirement of old fields.

  ［C］Usually, a few OPEC members—most notably, Saudi Arabia—keep spare capacity on hand, calling on it when prices overheat. However, in recent years their investment has not kept pace with roaring demand. So there is less spare capacity now than at almost any time for 30 years.

  ［D］Just as OPEC oil rates have recently flouted the cartel's notional price band, it would seem that the US-Saudi relationship no longer operates within acceptable limits.

  ［E］In the short term, little growth can be expected from OPEC outside of Saudi Arabia. Oil production from several OPEC members appears to have peaked, and they are struggling to arrest production declines.

  ［F］This week there were guerrilla attacks on Iraq's northern pipeline to Turkey. If terrorists somehow manage, as they have been trying to do in recent weeks, to strike at the heart of Saudi Arabia's oil infrastructure, the desert kingdom's output and spare capacity may be knocked out for a while. In that unlikely but frightening scenario, $50 oil would be more than a possibility. In fact, it could be a mere staging post on the way to far higher prices—and perhaps to a true oil shock.

  ［G］He stunned the markets by adding that “there is no additional supply” because the cartel lacks spare capacity. People might have already suspected that OPEC members were pumping pretty much as they could. But his words were a marked departure from the usual vague utterances of the cartel's ministers, and have had pundits thinking that supply might be even tighter than they had believed. Some worry that the price might reach $50 soon; some are talking of an oil “shock”.

  We might marvel at the progress made in every field of study, but the methods of testing a person's knowledge and ability remain as primitive as ever they were. It really is extraordinary that after all these years, educationists have still failed to device anything more efficient and reliable than examinations. The blame for examinations is as the following:


  （1）Exams are inadequate for its work:


  For all the pious claim that examinations test what you know, it is common knowledge that they more often do the exact opposite.


  （2）Too much things are depended on exams:


  Exams are the mark of success or failure in our society.


  As anxiety-makers, examinations are second to none:


  The moment a child begins school, he enters a world of vicious competition where success and failure are clearly defined and measured. Can we wonder at the increasing number of “drop-outs”: young people who are written off as utter failures before they have even embarked on a career? Can we be surprised at the suicide rate among students?


  （3）Exam-oriented education has many drawbacks:


  A good education should, among other things, train you to think for yourself.


  （4）Teachers are manipulated:


  Exams lower the standards of teaching.


  （5）Examiners are not always right:


  The results on which so much depends are often nothing more than a subjective assessment by some anonymous examiner.


  Is it cynical to suggest that examinations are merely a profitable business for the institutions that run them? This is what it boils down to in the last analysis. The best comment on the system is this illiterate message recently scrawled on a wall: “I were a teenage drop-out and now I are a teenage millionaire.”


  ［A］The examination system does anything but that. What has to be learnt is rigidly laid down by a syllabus, so the student is encouraged to memorize. Examinations do not motivate a student to read widely, but to restrict his reading; they do not enable him to seek more and more knowledge, but induce cramming. The most successful candidates are not always the best educated; they are the best trained in the technique of working under duress.

  ［B］Exam kills students' imagination and creativity; it encourages nothing on zeal for life.

  ［C］For they deprive the teacher of all freedoms. Teachers themselves are often judged by examination results and instead of teaching their subjects, they are reduced to training their students in exam techniques which they despise.

  ［D］They may be a good means of testing memory, or the knack of working rapidly under extreme pressure, but they can tell you nothing about a person's true ability and aptitude.

  ［E］Examiners are only human. They get tired and hungry; they make mistakes. Yet they have to mark stacks of hastily scrawled scripts in a limited amount of time. They work under the same sort of pressure as the candidates. And their word carries weight. After a judge's decision you have the right of appeal, but not after an examiner's. There must surely be many simpler and more effective ways of assessing a person's true abilities.

  ［F］ Your whole future may be decided in one fateful day. It doesn't matter that you weren't feeling very well, or that your mother died. Little things like that don't count; the exam goes on. No one can give of his best when he is in mortal terror, or after a sleepless night, yet this is precisely what the examination system expects him to do.

  Earthquake survivors trapped in rubble could one day be saved by an unlikely rescuer: a robotic caterpillar that burrows its way through debris. Just a few centimeters wide, the robot relies on magnetic fields to propel it through the kind of tiny crevices that would foil the wheeled or tracked search robots currently used to locate people trapped in collapsed buildings.


  The caterpillar's inventor, Norihiko Saga of Akita Prefectural University in Japan, will demonstrate his new method of locomotion at a conference on magnetic materials in Seattle. In addition to lights and cameras, a search caterpillar could be equipped with an array of sensors to measure other factors—such as radioactivity or oxygen levels—that could tell human rescuers if an area is safe to enter.


  1. ......【答案】


  The magnetic caterpillar is amazingly simple. It moves by a process similar to peristalsis, the rhythmic contraction that moves food down your intestine. Saga made the caterpillar from a series of rubber capsules filled with a magnetic fluid consisting of iron particles, water, and a detergent like surfactant, which reduces the surface tension of the fluid. Each capsule is linked to the next by a pair of rubber rods. The caterpillar's guts are wrapped in a clear, flexible polymer tube that protects it from the environment.


  2. ......【答案】


  To make the caterpillar move forwards, Saga moves a magnetic field backwards along the caterpillar. Inside the caterpillar's “head”capsule, magnetic fluid surges towards the attractive magnetic field, causing the capsule to bulge out to the sides and draw its front and rear portions up. As the magnetic field passes to the next capsule, the first breaks free and springs forward and the next capsule bunches up. In this way, the caterpillar can reach speeds of 4 centimeters per second as it crawls along.


  Moving the magnetic field faster can make it traverse the caterpillar before all the capsules have sprung back to their original shapes. The segments then all spring back, almost but not quite simultaneously.


  3. ......【答案】


  Saga plans to automate the movement of the caterpillar by placing electromagnets at regular intervals along the inside of its polymer tube. By phasing the current flow to the electromagnets, he'll be able to control it wirelessly via remote control. He also needs to find a new type of rubber for the magnetic capsules, because the one he's using at the minute eventually begins to leak.


  4. ......【答案】


  But crawling is not the most efficient form of locomotion for robots, says Robert Full of the University of California at Berkeley, an expert in animal motion who occasionally advises robotics designers. “If you look at the energetic cost of crawling, compared to walking, swimming or flying, crawling is very expensive,” he says. Walking, on the other hand, is very efficient because with every step, energy is conserved in the foot and then released to help the foot spring up.


  5. ......【答案】


  Saga acknowledges this inefficiency but says his caterpillar is far more stable than one that walks, rolls on wheels or flies. It has no moving parts save for a few fluid filled rubber capsules. Biped robots and wheeled robots require a smooth surface and are difficult to miniaturize, and flying robots have too many moving parts. “My peristaltic crawling robot is simple, and it works,” he says.

She is a “can do” person who demonstrates common sense in her decision and actions and is able to cut through and resolve problems that divert others. Her business judgment is sound and becomes stronger with each experience, decision or recommendation. While supervisors and managers may disagree with her ultimate recommendation, they usually agree that the alternatives she presents are reasonable for the situation at hand.


  2. ......【答案】


  The Right Stuff Employee consistently generates output that is higher than could be reasonably expected. He is fully committed to the organization, its goals and overall success. Not only does he desire to make a contribution to results, he needs to see the results of his contributions quickly, not measured in years! He will seek out an organization that solicits and acts upon his ideas, gives credit where credit is due and points out errors and poor decisions quickly and clearly. He performs effectively with limited supervision and is able to self-motivate and set priorities with minimal guidance.


  3. ......【答案】


  The Right Stuff Employee is flexible to accept new duties, assignments and responsibilities. He can perform more than one role until the incremental duties and functions assumed can be assigned to co-workers in newly defined roles. He is also willing to dig in and do grunt work tasks which eventually will be performed by lower level employees.


  4. ......【答案】


  The Right Stuff Employee's reach exceeds her grasp today. Today's Right Stuff Employee is often next year's supervisor and a department manager soon thereafter. She is willing to accept much higher levels of responsibility that is the norm for her position, title, experience level or salary. She acts as a strong role model, trains and coaches others, and soon begins to assume supervisory responsibilities, again much earlier than would be expected in a normal corporate environment.


  5. ......【答案】


  The Right Stuff Employee is more than willing to challenge in a constructive way existing procedures and systems; to her the status quo is temporary. She suggests changes and improvements frequently and encourages others to do so also. Right Stuff Employees are easier to manage in some ways but require a higher level of management involvement in others. Ordinary（average）employees will not produce extraordinary results over time; Right Stuff Employees will generally produce extraordinary results consistently over time. Unfortunately, unless properly motivated, managed and rewarded, Right Stuff Employees could perform at lower levels and only produce ordinary results.


  So when you interview each new employee or manager, look beyond the mere facts of the resume and ask yourself is this a “Right Stuff” person? You are most likely interviewing the person because of the resume. Now is the time to put the resume aside and focus on the “Right Questions”.

  I asked five managers I've known over the years and my favorite workplace expert what behaviors and attitudes in their eyes mark a new recruit as promising and promotion-worthy. The following attributes will help you succeed:


  1. ......【答案】


  Employers like employees to ask questions. It's better to admit you need help than to fumble blindly. But once you've been pointed in the right direction, take charge. And if you know what you're doing, be proactive. “One of the biggest mistakes new recruits can make...is to assume that when they have nothing to do that there is nothing to do.”


  Cultivate good relationships.


  You can be the best at what you do, but if you're a jerk, you're not going to get the promotions. Be easy-going. Be respectful. Be well-groomed. Don't get involved in office politics.


  2. ......【答案】


  Most of the career advice I've read says the same thing: stay in a position until you've got as much from it as you can. Then make a shift to something new, either in the same company or with a new one. It's important to continue to grow. When that's no longer possible, it's time to move on.


  3. ......【答案】


  Many young people in their first real jobs act as if they're in an adversarial relationship with their employer. This is counterproductive. An “us vs. them” mentality helps nobody. Think “win-win”. If you're in a shitty job where the corporate culture fosters adversity, then get out. That's not a career. That's a life in purgatory.


  4. ......【答案】


  If you were in his place, what would you value in an employee? An excellent way to do this is to skim material he may be reading. You might, for example, read a list of seven characteristics of highly effective employees written for managers looking to make hires, instead of this list of nine skills for employees looking to get hired!


  5. ......【答案】


  Don't bad-mouth your company to clients. Don't tell off-color stories. Don't engage in behavior that's embarrassing to the company. This is common-sense stuff, but you'd be surprised at how many young people damage their careers by behaving in an unprofessional manner.


  Be flexible—adapt to the demands of the job. There's nothing more frustrating than employee who grouses, “That's not my job.” Especially in a small business, your job is whatever your boss asks you to do. Sometimes you'll need to do tasks that fall outside your job description. Adapt to the situation. Be willing to think outside the box. Employers love this.


  Furthermore, if you have to stay a little late to meet a deadline or pull some hours on a weekend without being asked, it shows your commitment. If you go the extra mile, you'll be noticed. Your career is one of your most valuable assets—it's a regular, reliable source of money. Handle it with care.

  Each of us have our busy lives and in this world of constant distractions, how can we stay focused on our goals? The following are techniques for staying focused I have found to work.

  1. ......【答案】


  Having broad high level goals are good but having an actionable plan is essential. A plan can identify how you can get from where you are to where you want to go. Breaking goals into smaller actionable chunks（tasks）is great—it gives me motivation to start and allows me to get things done in one sitting.


  2. ......【答案】


  To figure out which task I should be working on, I prioritize constantly. Some tasks are more important than others. Some tasks are more urgent than others. I've found that working on urgent tasks followed by tasks which have the greatest impact to work well for me—urgent tasks allow me to get things done on time and important tasks allow me to maximise the benefits I receive.


  3. ......【答案】


  Each of us wants to improve our lives. However, it is easy to start with good intentions but more difficult to sustain commitment. I've found that by tracking my progress, I have more visibility on what I've done and can better gauge how much effort is left.


  4. ......【答案】


  Concentrating on the remaining effort can help reinforce commitment. Some might think they'll get discouraged, however I haven't found this to be the case because my tasks are bite sized and easy to finish. I've found it really helps to look at my goals and task lists periodically, so I can assess how much time it'll take to do something and determine the best time to sit down and work on it.


  5. ......【答案】


  By all means focus on what's outstanding, but also take stock of what's done. I always reflect on what I've done, whether it is reading a post I did awhile ago or looking at the ticks I've made alongside my task lists. Whenever I accomplish a logical piece of work, I always reward myself. It really does help with maintaining motivation.


  Keeping the results clear in mind.


  Instead of concentrating too much on the task at hand, sometimes I put some attention on the feelings I ultimately wish to experience. By focusing on the results, it is easier for me to maintain my motivation especially when working on things that I am not by nature motivated by.


  These techniques can be applied to any aspect of your personal and professional lives. If you find you have trouble staying focused for whatever reason, try applying some or all of these techniques.

  Passage 1


  “油价非常高，太疯狂了。”这种观点看起来再合理不过了。毕竟，一桶油的价格猛涨到超过44美元，这在本周纽约商业交易所上创下了名义上的记录。但是油价为什么涨得那么高呢？这里有几点原因。


  认为市场“疯狂”的观察结果：


  那是因为那些话是在8月3日由波诺莫·俞斯吉安托罗所说的，他是印度尼西亚的石油部长，还是石油输出国组织的主席。他还加上一句，说石油输出国组织由于缺乏储备的石油，因此“没有过多的供应”，这就使整个石油市场深受打击。人们可能已经怀疑石油输出国组织的成员国正在几乎是尽其所能地开采石油。但是他的话与这一组织的部长们通常的那些含糊言辞具有明显的区别，也让有关专家认为石油供应的形势可能比他们所想的更加严峻。一些人担心油价可能不久会达到50美元一桶，有人正在谈论石油“危机”。


  市场需求强烈：


  只要有需求，就会有市场。尽管油价很高，对石油的需求却一直都很强烈，尤其是在美国和中国。


  供应紧张：


  通常而言，几个石油输出国组织的成员——尤其是沙特阿拉伯——保有石油储备，以便当油价过热时加以征用。但是近年来，他们的投资速度赶不上需求迅猛增长的速度。因此现在同30年来任何一个时期相比，石油储备都较欠缺。


  这些导致了油价的升高，但并不必然是一种危机。首先，考虑到通货膨胀的因素，即使是50美元一桶也仍然处于历史最高点之下。此外，美国市场可能稍有松动。8月4日公布的官方数据显示上周的汽油总量显著上升，从240万桶增加到2亿1千万桶，这是一年半时间里的最高储量，尽管专家曾预期存量会降低50万桶。这一消息使期货价格降低了。


  另外一个认为石油危机不大可能出现的原因是，沙特阿拉伯可能还有一些秘密储备。沙特人反对波诺莫说他们储备所剩不多。8月4日，石油输出国组织主席收回前言，说还有一些储备，使得油价停止攀升。


  沙特没有采取有效的措施：


  沙特人声称他们3个月以来一直在对两个计划不上市的新油田进行开采。怀疑者坚持认为这并没有比计划有所提前，但是承认新开采的石油将不只是弥补其他地方开采量的下降，尤其是如果沙特人能设法延长旧油田的开采期限的话。


  政治因素：


  引起现在担忧的主要原因在于甚至连沙特人可能也没法对付的一种势力：恐怖主义。本周发生了游击队袭击伊拉克北部通往土耳其的输油管道的事件。如果恐怖分子突然成功地袭击了——就像他们在最近几周一直在试图做的一样——沙特阿拉伯石油基础设施的心脏，那么该沙漠王国的石油产量和储备就可能会在短时期内遭到破坏。如果按照这种不太可能但很恐怖的设想，50美元一桶的价格将是非常可能的。实际上，这可能只是油价上涨到更高价格或是变成真正的石油危机的过渡阶段。


  1. G 论点（1）指出，认为市场“疯狂”的观察结果是石油价格上涨的原因。结合其间提到的人名Purnomo Yusgiantoro推断可知，此处所选的论据应就此人所说的话展开。结合选项，G项刚好承接上文提到的“市场‘疯狂’”，并指出了该言论可能对石油市场造成的影响，故选G，其中he指代Purnomo Yusgiantoro。


  2. A 论点（2）指出，市场需求量大是石油价格上涨的原因。已给论据指出，有需求就有市场，由此推断，接下来的论据应围绕需求（need）展开，而选项A中的demand for petrol...正是对石油需求量大的论证，故选A。


  3. C 论点（3）指出，供应紧张也是石油价格上涨的原因之一。已给论据提到了Saudi Arabia和OPEC，由此推断，所选论据应与沙特阿拉伯或石油输出国组织相关，同时论述导致供应紧张以及油价升高的原因。选项C提到了石油输出国组织，还提到了供应紧张的原因，故为答案。干扰项D和E虽然也提到了OPEC，但D所讲的是美国和沙特的关系，E则提到石油输出国组织成员国石油产量的增长，均与论点不符。


  4. B 论点（4）提到，沙特没有采取有效的措施，由此推断，所选论据应分析沙特内部的问题。选项B提到，沙特对新油田的开采并没有比计划提前，符合论点内容，故为答案，其中this指代的就是对两处新油田的开采。


  5. F 论点（5）指出，政治因素也不容小觑。根据已给论据的关键词terrorism可知，该部分论述的应该是有关恐怖主义的政治问题。选项F中提到了恐怖组织的破坏活动可能影响到石油价格，与论点（5）恰好吻合，故为答案。


  Passage 2


  我们可能对各个学术领域的突飞猛进感到兴奋和惊奇，但检验人们知识和能力的方法仍然像以前那样原始。令人惊奇的是，在经过若干年后教育学家们仍然没有发明出比考试更有效、可行的测试方法。对考试的指责如下：


  考试没有完全发挥其作用：


  考试虽然号称是对人们知识的考查，但人们普遍认为很多时候考试是对未知知识的考查。也许考试是测试一个人的记忆力或在极大压力下迅速工作的技巧的一种好方法，但它根本不能告诉我们关于一个人的能力和才智方面的任何东西。


  考试决定太多事情：


  在我们的社会，考试是评判成功与失败的标准。也许你未来的一生会被某一天的考试所决定。你身体欠佳或你母亲去世了，这些都不重要，考试还是要继续。当一个人处于极度恐惧之中或经过一个不眠之夜后，他很难发挥良好，然而考试制度却这样要求。


  考试是最大的焦虑制造者：


  从一个小孩进入学校的那一刻起，他便进入了一个充满残酷竞争的世界；在这个世界里，成功和失败的标准非常明确和具体。难道我们现在还对那些不断攀高的辍学学生数目表示惊奇吗？这些年轻人在进入社会以前就被认定为是失败者。我们对学生的高自杀率还有什么可惊讶的呢？


  应试教育有很多弊端：


  好的教育模式应该首先教会人如何思考和认识自我。考试体制却惟独没有做到这一点。所有需要学习的东西都在教学大纲里被明确规定，所以学生被鼓励去记住它们。考试不是拓展学生们的阅读范围，而是限制他们的阅读；同样，考试也不鼓励学生们学习各个方面的知识，反而导致了填鸭式教学。最优秀的考生并不一定是接受到最好教育的人，而是那些适应了考试制度的人。


  教师受到了操控：


  考试降低了教学的标准。因为考试限制了教师在教学中的自主权。尽管十分不愿意，教师们还是需要教学生们一些应试技巧，因为影响他们工作考核的是考试结果而不是对学科的教授。


  考官并不总是对的：


  决定了很多东西的考试的结果往往只不过是那些匿名考官的主观评估。主考人也是有血有肉的人，他们也会感觉到饥饿和劳累，也会犯错误。他们必须在限定的时间内快速批改完成堆潦草的试卷，他们的工作压力也和考生们一样大。而且他们的决定至关重要。法官定罪后尚且有机会上诉，而考试中却没有改变考试结果的机会。其实应该有比考试更简单有效的对个人能力的评估方法。


  认为现在的考试实际已经发展成为考试操控机构的一种盈利性商业行为的想法是愤世嫉俗吗？这就是我们在过去的研究分析中一直争论不休的问题。也许对这种考试制度最恰当的评价就是最近在某座墙上的一行文字不通的涂鸦：“过去我是个辍学少年，现在我是少年百万富翁。”


  1. D 论点（1）指出，考试没能完全发挥其作用。已给论据指出，考试虽然号称是对人们知识的考查，但人们普遍认为很多时候考试是对未知知识的考查，由此推断，接下来应该论述考试考查的到底是什么，又没有考查什么。选项D提到，它们（考试）也许是检测记忆力或在强压下快速学习的技巧的好方法，但不能检测一个人真正的能力和才智，与论点相符，故选D。


  2. F 论点（2）指出，有太多的事情都取决于考试。已给论据提到，考试是评判成功或失败的标准，由此推断，所选论据应该阐述被考试所左右的具体事情。结合选项，F提到，考试可能决定一个人的未来，这正是对论点（2）的论述，故应选F。


  3. A 论点（3）指出，应试教育有很多弊端，由此推断，所选论据应就应试教育的弊端进行说明。分析选项，A指出，学生为了考试而死记硬背，考试没有给予学生学习知识的能力，反而导致填鸭式教育，这些显然都是应试教育的弊端，与论点（3）相符合，故选A。


  4. C 论点（4）指出，教师受到了操控。已给论据提到，考试降低了教学标准，由此推断，所选论据应着重说明教师是如何被操纵的，教学又是如何受考试影响的。选项中只有C项内容跟教师相关，指出了考试对教师的影响，故为答案。


  5. E 论点（5）指出，考官并不总是对的，由此可知，所选论据应进一步阐述考官在哪些方面做得不对，或是论述考官为什么不总是对的。选项中只有E项内容跟考官相关，给出了影响考官作出判断的因素，即分析了考官为什么不总是对的，故选E。


  Passage 3


  总有一天地震幸存者被困在碎石中时能被一个现在觉得不太可能的救助者解救：一只毛虫机器人，它可以从碎石堆中挖洞进去。这种机器人只有几厘米宽，依靠磁场来推动它穿过狭窄的裂缝。而现在用来确定被困在废墟中人的方位的靠轮子或轨道运行的机器人在裂缝面前则会束手无策。


  这种毛虫机器人的发明者是日本秋田地方大学的佐贺典宏先生。他将在西雅图的一个磁材料会议上展示他新发明的移动方法。除了头灯和摄像头以外，搜索毛虫将被装备上一排传感器来测量一些其他因素，例如放射能或含氧量，从而能告诉搜救者能否安全进入某个区域。


  这种磁性毛虫的结构简单得出乎意料。它的前进过程近似于蠕动，就像人的肠子有节奏地收缩使食物一步步向下移动一样。佐贺先生用一系列的橡胶胶囊来制作毛虫，胶囊中填充着由铁微粒、水，以及像清洁剂一样的表面活性剂构成的磁性流体，其中表面活性剂是用于减少流体的表面张力的。胶囊之间由一对橡胶棒相连。毛虫的内脏由一个清洁柔软的聚合体管包裹起来以防止受到环境的影响。


  佐贺先生通过沿着毛虫的方向向后移动磁场使毛虫向前行走。在毛虫头部的胶囊中，磁性流体向有吸引力的磁场汹涌澎湃而去，使胶囊向那个方向凸出并前后缩在一起。当磁场传到下一个胶囊时，第一个胶囊就恢复原样并向前弹出而下一个胶囊就聚成一团。这样，毛虫在蠕动时就能达到每秒4厘米的速度。


  更快地移动磁场能够让磁场在所有胶囊恢复原状前穿过毛虫。各个部分就能全部弹回，但在时间上会有点差别，并不是完全同步。


  佐贺先生计划通过在毛虫的聚合体管内相隔一定的距离装置电磁石，从而使毛虫的行动自动化。通过给电磁石通入电流，他就能够用遥控装置无线遥控毛虫。他还需寻找一种新的橡胶用于制作磁性胶囊，因为他现在使用的那种橡胶最终会渗漏。


  但是蠕动并不是机器人最有效率的行走方法，加州大学伯克利分校动物运动方面的专家罗伯特·福偶尔也会给机器人设计者们提建议。他说：“与行走、游泳或飞行相比，蠕动所消耗的能量相当多。”另一方面，行走却非常有效率，因为每走一步，能量保存在脚上，然后再释放出来用以抬脚。


  佐贺先生承认蠕动是缺乏效率的，但表示毛虫的稳定性比行走、靠轮子滚动前进或者飞行的机器人强。毛虫身上除了填充在橡胶胶囊中的流体，其余部分都是不活动的。用两脚走路的机器人和用轮子行走的机器人都需要一个平滑的表面，并且很难缩小他们的体积。而可以飞行的机器人身上有太多的活动零件。“我的蠕动机器人很简单，而且很实用，”他说。


  1. C 本段主要讲述的是磁性毛虫机器人的构造，结合段落中的关键词made...from, rubber capsules以及选项可知，C为答案。


  2. F 本段主要讲述的是磁性毛虫机器人的运动原理，段落中的关键词为move forwards，选项中只有F含有此意，故为答案。


  3. A 本段指出佐贺先生计划使磁性毛虫机器人的行动自动化，并介绍了使毛虫机器人自动化所需的条件，可见对磁性毛虫机器人的自动控制很有可能成为现实，故选A。


  4. D 本段指出，蠕动并不是机器人运动最有效的方式，蠕动非常浪费能量，可见该段主要讲述的是以蠕动为运动方式的磁性毛虫机器人的缺点，选项中只有D与此对应，故为答案。


  5. E 本段指出，佐贺承认蠕动缺乏效率，但表示毛虫机器人的稳定性很好，蠕动机器人虽然简单，却很实用，可见该段主要讲述的是磁性毛虫机器人的优点，结合选项可知E正确。


  Passage 4


  快速发展的企业或公司需要具备企业家特性和工作习惯的员工。企业的管理必须在招聘过程积极识别、分辨并吸引这种类型的员工，以保证公司“理想员工”人员流动的稳定从而促进公司的发展。那么高效、企业家式的“理想员工”具备哪些特征呢？以下是面试员工过程中需要记住的几个要点。


  理想的员工能够独立自主地完成任务。她是一个“能干”的人，在决策与行为过程中具备判断力，能够切入并解决那些令其他人费神的问题。她的商业判断合理可靠，并随着经验、决定或是建议而更加可信。主管与经理有可能不同意她的最终建议，但他们通常会认可她提出的选择针对目前形势是合理的。


  理想员工创造的价值总是会比合理预期的多，他会完全忠于公司，为公司的目标和全面成功而努力。他不仅希望会有所贡献，还需要快速见证自己所作贡献的成果，且不是以几年的时间来衡量！他会寻找重视其想法、承认他人的优点、且快速明确地指出错误和不佳决策的公司。他善于利用有限的监督来提高工作效率，并且能够自我激励，在最小限度的指导下设置优先权。


  理想的员工具备灵活变通的能力，能够接受新职责、新任务以及新责任。他可以担任不止一个角色，直到自己承担的附加功能与职责分配到被赋予新的角色的同事身上。他同样愿意深入钻研，做一些最终将由级别更低的员工来完成的繁重的任务。


  理想员工的能力超过了她目前所负责的工作所需。今天的理想员工往往很快便会成为下一年的主管或是部门经理。她愿意接受更高层次的责任，这种责任是她所处职位、头衔、经验等级或者薪水的标准。她的行为成为他人效仿的榜样，她培训并指导他人，然后在一种正常的工作环境下，很快就开始担当起主管的职责，这往往比预期要快很多。


  理想员工非常愿意以建设性的方式挑战现有规章制度和体制，对于她来说，目前的位置只是暂时性的。她总是不断改变，提高自己，并鼓励他人也这样做。同样，理想的员工在某种程度上更易于管理，但是需要涉及他人的更高层次的管理。普通员工不会在一段时间内作出惊人的业绩；而理想员工往往会不断作出惊人的业绩。不幸的是，除非对他们进行适当的激励、管理以及奖励，否则理想员工可能只会在较低的职位上作出平凡的业绩。


  因此，当你给每一位新员工或是经理面试的时候，不要只是看简历，而是要问问自己这是我们“需要”的员工吗？你很可能因为一个人的简历而为其提供面试机会。现在，是把简历放到一边，把注意力集中到“合适的问题”上的时候了。


  1. A 文章第一段点明了全文的主旨：企业需要表现出企业家特性和工作习惯的员工，接下来的内容都是围绕这一主题展开的。第二段首句提到，理想的员工能自主完成任务，能力强，能够在决策和执行过程中发现并解决问题，并且上级对其建议有异议的情况下能让上级接受自己的建议，可见该段主要在说明理想的员工是结果导向型的，故选A。


  2. D 本段提到，理想的员工能持续创造比预期高的价值，对公司极为忠诚，为公司的目标和全面成功而努力，再结合关键词quickly、effectively和self-motivate可知，该段想要说明理想的员工具有高度的热情和精力，故选D。


  3. B 本段提到，理想的员工灵活接受新的职责、任务和责任，是多面手，可担任不止一种角色，可见理想的员工有承担多种任务的能力，故选B。


  4. F 该段提到，现在的理想员工很有可能成为未来的主管或部门经理，他们愿意接受更高层次的责任，可见该段在说明这类雇员有很大的发展潜力，故答案应为F（发展潜力）。


  5. C 该段提到，雇员更愿意以建设性的方式对现存的制度和体制提出挑战，他们总是不断改变，提高自己，并鼓励他人也这样做，结合其间的关键词changes、improvements、require a higher level等可以看出，此类雇员是以改善、发展为导向的，故答案应为C。


  Passage 5


  我问了五位认识多年的经理和我最喜欢的业界专家，在他们眼中具备什么行为和态度的新人才是有前途和应该得到提拔的。下面几点将会助你成功：


  雇主们喜欢雇员问问题。承认你需要帮助要比你盲目摸索好得多。但是，一旦有人为你指出了正确的方向，自己就要负起责任。如果你知道自己在做什么，就主动些。“新员工可能会犯的一个最大的错误就是：在他们没有事情做的时候就认为真的无事可做。”


  你可能对所做的事情非常擅长，但如果性情古怪的话，你将不会得到提拔。要随和。尊敬他人。衣着整洁。不要卷入到办公室政治中。


  我所读过的职业建议大部分都说到一点：留在一个职位上，直到你已经获得了所有能得到的。然后，换到同一家公司或新公司的新职位。持续的成长非常重要。当在原职位没有可能成长的时候，就是该继续前进的时候了。


  许多年轻人在从事真正意义上的第一份工作时，都会表现得好像与雇主是敌人似的。结果适得其反。“我们对他们”的思维方式对任何人都没有好处。想想“双赢”的模式。如果你从事一份低劣的工作，且所在公司的企业文化就是培养一种敌对情绪，那就离开。那不是一种职业，那是炼狱。


  如果你在他的位置，你会重视一个雇员的什么品质？最好的办法就是浏览他可能读到的材料。例如，你可以读一读为人事经理而著的高效率雇员的七个特点，而不是雇员求职的九种技巧！


  不要向客户说你公司的坏话。不要讲黄色笑话。不要有让公司为难的举动。这是常识，但是你会吃惊地看到有多少年轻人因为有不专业的行为毁了自己的职业。


  最让人沮丧的莫过于那些抱怨“这不是我的工作”的员工了。尤其是在一个小公司，你的工作就是你老板让你做的一切事情。有时候你需要做职位描述之外的任务。适应这种情况。愿意做份外的事情。老板喜欢你这一点。


  另外，如果你为了赶任务加班或者周末主动加班，那会显示出你的责任。如果你作出更多的事情，你将会被注意到。你的职业就是你最有价值的资产之一——这是一个固定、可靠的资金来源。小心把握它。


  1. G 该段首句提到，雇主喜欢员工问问题，作为员工承认自己需要帮助总比盲目摸索好，但如果有人给自己指明方向，就应该担起责任，再结合其间的关键词ask questions、admit和take charge可知，该段介绍的是愿意寻求帮助，但能够担当责任的员工，故选G。


  2. B 该段提到，很多职业建议都提到一点：留在一个职位上，直到你已经获得了所有能得到的，不断成长非常重要，当没有可能继续成长的时候，就应该离开了，可见该段说明的是员工应该清楚自己该什么时候离开一个职位，故选B。


  3. D 该段提到，许多年轻人在初入职场时会表现得好像雇主和自己是敌对关系，其实这是毫无益处的，应该考虑“双赢的模式”，可见该段是从员工的角度讨论对工作、公司的看法，选项中只有D（不要把工作当成烦恼的家庭杂务）最符合文意，因为chore本身还含有“不愉快的工作”之意。


  4. A 该段首先给出一个问题：员工如果处于管理者的位置，会重视员工的什么品质？最好的办法就是浏览可能读到的材料，由此可知，本段涉及换位思考问题，故选A。


  5. E 该段提到，不要向客户说公司的坏话，不要做让公司为难的举动，这显然是职场常识，再结合段中提到的“以非职业的方式行事”（behaving in an unprofessional manner）可知，此处涉及职业素养问题，选项中E最符合文意。


  Passage 6


  我们每个人都过着忙碌的生活，在这个经常出现让人分心的事情的世界里，我们怎么才能把注意力集中在我们的目标上？下面是我在工作中发现的保持精力集中的技巧。


  我再怎么强调这一点的重要性也不为过。结合好的指导方针制定好目标至关重要。我发现，把目标写下来真的很有帮助。每当我注意力分散的时候，我就读一读我的目标，以提醒我要努力做的事情和努力的原因。


  有宏伟的目标是好的，但有一个可行的计划也是非常重要的。一个计划能确定你是怎样实现你想要达到的目标的。把目标分成小的可行计划很重要——它给了我开始的动力，使我能够一鼓作气把事情做完。


  为了弄清楚现在我应该进行哪个任务，我经常考虑事情的先后顺序。有些任务要比其他的更重要。有些任务比其他的更紧急。我发现，先做紧急的事情然后再做对工作影响最大的工作——紧急事情让我把事情及时做好，重要的事情使我的收益最大化。


  我们每个人都想要改善自己的生活状况。然而，带着好的目标开始很容易，但是要维持这种承诺就困难多了。我发现，通过跟踪进程，我对自己已经做的事情看得更加清楚，能更好地了解自己还需付出的努力。


  关注自己仍需付出的努力有助于加强责任感。有些人可能会认为自己会感到气馁，可是我还没发现这种情况，因为我的工作都是分割成小块的可执行的任务，很容易完成。我发现，定期查看自己的目标和阶段任务列表真是很有帮助，这样我能估计出做一件事情要花费多长时间，选择最合适的时间开始着手工作。


  一定要关注未完成的任务，但也要观察已经完成的事情，我经常反思自己的所做的工作，无论是刚才读过的一封邮件还是在任务列表旁做的标记。每当我完成了一项合理的工作，我总是奖励自己。这对于保持斗志非常有帮助。


  有时候，我并不过多地关注手头的任务，而是把注意力放在我最终希望获得的感受上。通过关注这些结果，我更容易保持斗志，尤其是在一些原本就不是很有斗志的事情上。


  这些技巧可以应用到你个人和职业生活中的方方面面。如果你发现自己在集中注意力方面有困难，不管是什么原因，试着使用其中的一些或者所有的技巧。


  1. B 该段提到，拥有远大的目标很好，但有可执行的计划却非常重要，要将目标分解为若干个可完成的计划，由此可知，该段主要在说明，将大目标分为小的可执行的计划有利于目标的实现，B刚好与之相符。


  2. C 该段提到，作者经常根据事情的缓急轻重来安排任务，从而确保工作效率不受影响，再结合其间的prioritize、urgent tasks和important tasks可知，该段说明的是排列优先级的问题，故选C。


  3. G 本段提到，以好的意图开始是很容易的，但坚持下来却很困难，如果对行动的过程有很好的掌控就能激励自己继续努力。结合选项，G中再现了该段的关键词trackingprogress，故为答案。


  4. D 该段提到，作者从未对目标感到气馁，因为他的任务都是分块计划并且非常容易完成，他能根据目标和阶段的任务列表估计出做一件事情所要花费的时间，从而从容应对，再结合其间的关键词periodically、assess how much time可知，该段说明了提前做好计划的重要性，故选D。


  5. E 该段最后一句提到，只要完成了合理的工作，作者就会奖励自己，这同样有助于保持动力。结合选项，E中再现了该段的关键词reward myself，故为答案。

PART C　英译汉



第一章　技巧攻略


  第一节　历年真题分析


  考研英语大纲对于翻译考核的规定屡有变化：2001年翻译部分的分值由15分减为10分，使得考生重视程度随之下降，在该部分失分严重；2003年翻译并入阅读理解，成为阅读的B部分，但考试的形式没有太大变化，仍是在一篇近400词的文章中用下划线标出5个句子，要求考生用准确地道的汉语进行翻译；而2005年则将选句子补全文章这一新的阅读题型归为了B部分，翻译成了阅读的C部分。


  从该部分对词汇和句法的要求来看，词汇要根据上下文的内容来确定词性和词义，主观臆断容易造成误解；而长难句仍是考生面对的最大障碍，考生需要具备较强的从句句法知识，能够迅速拆分长句，确定主谓宾，再将定语从句、状语从句、同位语从句、倒装结构、分词、代词指代、被动语态、特殊句型和固定搭配等一一击破。当然，汉语表达的准确性、流畅性和灵活性也是得分的关键。


  考生在备战考研英语时，应该有意识地增加翻译练习，提高自己的推理判断能力和中文表达熟练程度，不要因学了英文而忽略了对母语的运用。此外，在学习中要灵活掌握增词法、减词法、变换法、肯否表达法、分合法和省略法等基本翻译技巧。要让翻译成为考研英语中的得分题，而不是被动地全盘放弃。


  通过分析考研英语真题中的翻译部分，我们将该类题型的命题规律总结如下：


  1. 文章特点


  翻译部分文章的体裁仍以议论文居多，题材主要涉及社会生活、商业经济、文化教育和科普知识方面。其中，社会生活和科普知识方面所占比例较高。社会生活方面主要涉及到了：人口膨胀、环境污染、职业选择等；科普知识方面主要涉及到了：核辐射、太阳能、能源危机等。所选取的文章平均每篇为373词。所设翻译部分的句子多为文章中的长难句，通常会有多重从句套用的情况出现，涉及被动句、各种从句及固定搭配的表达等，且句子的平均长度约为35词。


  2. 考查题型


  我们把历年翻译部分涉及到的考点罗列成10小点，并在下文中归为5个类别，即：从句、特殊句式、非谓语动词、代词指代和固定搭配。而根据历年来每个考查点的出现次数可以看出，固定搭配是每年翻译中的必考项。从句的考查涉及到了定语从句、状语从句、同位语从句和宾语从句，考查频率最高的是定语从句；其次是状语从句，其他两种从句也偶有涉及。在句式考查方面，涉及到了被动句、倒装结构和固定句型的翻译，而对句型的考查频率略高于前两者。代词指代考查了this, that, it, they等词的指代，且这些词在文章中的指代大多涉及一些复杂的情况。


  从题型考查点的这些特点可知，考生应该在平时注重英语表达中固定搭配的积累，其次要掌握常用句型的运用以及各种从句的翻译，从而译出准确地道的中文。下一节我们将针对各个考点讲解翻译及解题技巧。


  
第二节　常考题型与翻译技巧


  一、从句的翻译


  1. 定语从句的翻译


  定语从句在句中用来修饰先行词（名词或代词），主要分为限制性定语从句和非限制性定语从句；它有时用来对某个词进行限定，有时则是对某个词进行补充说明。一般而言，对于字数较少的定语从句，我们在翻译的时候将其放在被修饰词之前，而对于字数较多的定语从句，则将其置于被修饰词之后。当然，对于翻译没有硬性的规定。有些时候，需要根据意思灵活处理。


  1）字数较少的限制性定语从句，常翻译为“…的”。如：


  Furthermore, humans have the ability to modify the environment in which they live, thus subjecting all other life forms to their own peculiar ideas and fancies.（2003年第61题）


  译文：而且人类还有能力改变自己的生存环境，从而让所有其他生命形态服从人类自己独特的想法和想象。


  2）字数较多的定语从句或非限制性定语从句，多翻译为一个并列句，以指示代词或人称代词另起一句。如：


  He adds humbly that perhaps he was “superior to the common run of men in noticing things which easily escape attention, and in observing them carefully”.（2008年part C第49题）


  译文：他接着谦虚地说到，有些事情很容易分散人的注意力，也许他自己在注意和细心观察此类事情时比一般人有优势。


  Social science is that branch of intellectual enquiry which seeks to study humans and their endeavors in the same reasoned, orderly, systematic, and dispassioned manner that natural scientists use for the study of natural phenomena.（2003年第62题）


  译文：社会科学是知识探索的一个分支，它力图像自然科学家研究自然现象那样，用理性的、有序的、系统的和冷静的方式去研究人类及其行为。


  2. 状语从句的翻译


  状语从句可以用来表时间、地点、原因、目的、结果、条件、让步、比较和方式等。常见的引起状语从句的词或词组有：so that（为了）, in order that（以便）, so...that（太…以至于）, if（如果）, unless （除非）, suppose（假使）, in case（以防万一）, on condition that（如果）, even if（即使）, although（尽管）, no matter（无论）, as（因为，当…）, because（因为）等。如：


  We are obliged to them because some of these languages have since vanished, as the peoples who spoke them died out or became assimilated and lost their native languages.（2004年第62题）


  译文：我们感谢他们（两位先驱），因为在此之后，由于说这些语言的民族或是消亡了，或是被同化而丧失了自己的本族语言，这些语言中有一些已经消失了。


  But in dealing with the young, the fact of association itself as an immediate human fact, gains importance.（48）While it is easy to ignore in our contact with them the effect of our acts upon their disposition, it is not so easy as in dealing with adults.（2009年part C第48题）


  译文：但在和年轻人打交道时，交往本身作为直接的人类事实，受到重视。在和他们（年轻人）接触的时候，虽然容易忽略我们的行动对他们倾向的影响，但是也不像与成年人打交道那么简单。


  3. 同位语从句的翻译


  在某些名词后面跟有同位语从句，对其作进一步的解释和说明。同位语从句和定语从句在形式上看起来很像，但两种从句的性质不一样，一种是名词性从句，一种是形容词性从句。


  同位语从句前常用的名词有：fact, discovery, idea, thought, information, message, word等。翻译时，我们常将同位语从句用冒号或破折号引出；或翻译成“那就是…”，“即…”。如：


  Being interested in the relationship of language and thought, Whorf developed the idea that the structure of language determines the structure of habitual thought in a society.（2004年第64题）


  译文：沃尔夫对语言与思维之间的关系很感兴趣，因此形成了这样的观点：在一个社会中，语言结构决定习惯思维结构。


  4. 宾语从句的翻译


  宾语从句主要有三类：1）连接代词或副词及whether或if引导的从句；2）关系代词what及whatever等词引起的从句；3）由that引导的从句，有时省略that。翻译时，我们就按照句子的主谓宾结构表达即可。如：


  Whorf came to believe in a sort of linguistic determinism which, in its strongest form, states that language imprisons the mind, and that the grammatical patterns in a language can produce far-reaching consequences for the culture of a society.（2004年第65题）


  译文：沃尔夫开始相信一种类似语言决定论的观点。其极端说法是：语言禁锢思维，语言的语法结构能对社会的文化产生深远影响。


  In 1881, however, he said: “Now for many years I cannot endure to read a line of poetry. I have also almost lost my taste for pictures or music.”（50）Darvin was convinced that the loss of these tastes was not only a loss of happiness, but might possibly be injurious to the intellect, and more probably to the moral character.（2008年part C第50题）


  译文：然而，在1881年，他说道，“现在这么多年来，我无法坚持读完一句诗文。我也几乎失去了对绘画和音乐的鉴赏力”。达尔文认为，失去这些爱好不仅仅是失去一种乐趣，而且有可能会损害智力，更有甚者还可能损害到道德品质。


  从句在考研英语中所占考查比重很大，对各类从句而言，有许多共同之处值得我们注意。通常来说，英语中会使用大量的关系词、连接词和引导词连接起结构清楚、层次分明、逻辑严密的句子，所以在理解时必须理清句子的语法结构，分清句子各成分之间的语法关系，即找出句子主干，弄清各个修饰成分及修饰关系。


  二、特殊句式的翻译


  1. 被动句的翻译


  在考试中出现的大多数正式文体中，被动句的出现频率很高，从而使得文章更具客观性。翻译被动句的时候：1）若原文用被动句旨在强调其被动含义，则翻译时也译作被动句式。2）可以省略主语。3）可以将被动式翻译成主动式；原被动句中的动作执行者作主动句的主语。如：


  The behavioral sciences have been slow to change partly because the explanatory items often seem to be directly observed and partly because other kinds of explanations have been hard to find.（2002年第62题）


  译文：行为科学之所以发展缓慢，部分原因是用来解释行为的依据似乎往往是直接观察到的，部分原因是一直很难找到其他的解释方式。


  2. 倒装结构的翻译


  英语的自然语序是主语在前，谓语在后；而谓语放在主语之前的则称为倒装。倒装是为了强调句子的某个部分，有时还用于保持句子的平衡。而在翻译的时候，我们在了解了句子的倒装类型（完全倒装或部分倒装）后，既可以按照字面上的顺序翻译，也可以按照正常语序翻译。如：


  Thus, the anthropological concept of “culture” like the concept of “set” in mathematics, is an abstract concept which makes possible immense amounts of concrete research and understanding.（2003年第65题）


  译文：因此，人类学中“文化”的概念就像数学中“集”的概念一样，是一个抽象概念，它使大量的具体研究和认识成为可能。


  解析：该句中的倒装句which makespossible immense amountsofconcrete research and understanding的正常语序为：which makes immense amounts of concrete research and understanding possible。


  Only gradually was the by-product of the institution noted, and only more gradually still was this effect considered as a directive factor in the conduct of the institution.（2009年part C第47题）


  译文：该制度的副作用只能逐渐得到认识，而且在实施这种制度的过程中，认识到这种效果具有指导作用依然只会更加缓慢。


  3. 虚拟语气和否定句式的翻译


  虚拟语气和否定句式的翻译也是考查的难点。


  虚拟语气是英语特有的一种表达方式，它包括对现在、未来、过去的假设，在英语中有多种表现，译成汉语时一定要弄清它的对象和范围，尽量把虚拟的意思传达出来。


  否定也是英语思维的特点，考生往往容易在此处犯错。例如：All that glitters is not gold.（发光的未必都是金子。）就以全部否定的形式来表达部分否定的事实。英语也常用双重否定表示肯定，翻译时需多加注意。


  4. 固定句型的翻译


  考研英语翻译部分多为较长的多重复合句，但总的句子框架有时候运用的是一些特殊句型。现将一些常见的特殊句型的翻译总结如下：


  1）It is obvious that... 很显然…；显而易见…

  2）It is believed that... 人们相信…

  3）...cannot help but do sth.... 不得不…；…忍不住…

  4）This is why.... 这就是…的原因

  5）...suggest that+主语+（should）+动词原形 …表明…

  6）It is regarded that... 人们认为…

  7）It is found that.... 人们发现

  8）It is not until...that... 直到…才…

  9）Rather than sth./doing sth., ... 与其…，…

  10）It is generally accepted that... 人们普遍认为…


  三、非谓语形式的翻译


  英语中的非谓语形式包括不定式、动名词、现在分词和过去分词。在翻译的时候，我们可以根据非谓语动词在句中所作的成分，将其翻译成定语、主语、状语等。过去分词在历年的考试中多有涉及，下面我们以它的翻译为例来说明。如：


  The newly described languages were often so strikingly different from the well studied languages of Europe and Southeast Asia that some scholars even accused Boas and Sapir of fabricating their data.（2004年第63题）


  译文：这些新描述的语言与已经得到充分研究的欧洲和东南亚地区的语言的差别往往极为显著，以至于有些学者甚至指责博厄斯和萨丕尔捏造数据。


  解析：该句中的described和studied两个过去分词，在句中都作定语。因为它们本来词数就少，所以直接翻译为定语，这样更加符合汉语的表达习惯。


  四、代词指代的翻译


  英语表达中常用代词来使文章表达更加简洁。而在考研英语翻译中，对于代词指代问题的考查也屡有涉及。因此，在遇到代词的时候，先不要慌忙翻译。首先要确定它在文章中的所指对象。有时候代词指代的对象即在所需翻译语句中，如：


  Until these issues are resolved, a technology of behavior will continue to be rejected, and with it possibly the only way to solve our problems.（2002年第65题）


  译文：（如果）这些问题得不到解决，研究行为的技术手段就会继续遭到排斥，解决问题的惟一方式可能也会随之继续遭到排斥。


  解析：该句的翻译难点在于确定it所指代的对象。一般来说，it常用来指代前文中提到的情况或某个事物等。分析全句可知，这里的it指代的是前文中提到的a technology of behavior will continue to be rejected这件事情。而为了避免唆，在这里with it不译为“随着研究行为的技术手段继续遭到排斥”，而简单译作“随之”。


  有时候，我们在翻译的过程中需要理清逻辑关系，根据画线语句外的文章意思找出它的指代内容，如：


  Law is a discipline encourages responsible judgment. ...On the other, it links these concepts to everyday realities in a manner which is parallel to the links journalists forge on a daily basis as they cover and comment on the news.（2007年第47题）


  译文：另一方面，法律以某种方式将这些概念（公正、民主和自由）和日常生活中的现实相联系，这与记者们每天报道和评论新闻事件时建立的联系相类似。


  解析：该句中，光从画线部分是看不出代词it的所指的。因此，根据上文中所提到的law及其逻辑关系，可知it的所指即为“法律”。在翻译的时候可将其具体翻译为“法律”，从而确保译文的语意更加明确。


  五、固定搭配的翻译


  在考研英语翻译中，固定搭配的考查每年都有体现。所谓固定搭配，是指由主词（包括动词、名词和形容词）结合副词或者介词构成的短语及其惯用方法。这点是许多考生在考试中的失分之处。因此，掌握一些在试题中常出现的固定搭配是不无裨益的。


  我们将近10年来考研英语翻译中出现的主要固定搭配归纳如下：

  当然，光记这些固定搭配是远远不够的。所以，我们在平时复习的时候，应该多记忆些相关固定搭配。现将常见的介词短语搭配归纳如下表：
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  此外，我们还要熟悉成语。成语具有约定俗成的特点，属于较难理解的部分。英语的某些成语具有形象思维的特点，可以和汉语相吻合，如Strike the iron as it is hot.（趁热打铁）；但有些成语的含义则可能与考生的理解大相径庭，如Claw me and I will claw thee.（互相吹捧）。所以翻译时一定要小心，实在不好翻可以放弃，千万不要乱译。


  校核阶段需要注意的问题


  校核是为了保证译文完全符合原文所陈述的内容。在检查译文时，考生必须借助原文来确认翻译的准确性。另外，校核也包括对文字的润色。因此，校核非常重要，并非可有可无。通过校核，可以发现译文中的问题，确保理解的准确性。在校核阶段，一般应注意以下几个问题：


  （1）人名、地名、日期、方位和数字的翻译；

  （2）注意句中词义较多的词是否翻译准确；

  （3）汉语译文的词与句有无遗漏；

  （4）汉语译文中修饰成分的位置；

  （5）译文是否“准确、通顺、完整”且符合汉语习惯；

  （6）标点符号有无错误；

  （7）有无错别字等。


  总之，要想在翻译部分取得高分，就必须在基本训练上狠下工夫。此外，要注意英式英语和美式英语的不同，留心语意的褒贬以及文章的语体色彩，并注意中西文化的差异。要不断地提高自身素质，并拓宽知识层面。尤其是掌握日新月异的时新词汇，更应利用各种渠道，通过大量浏览中、英文报纸杂志，扩大相关的知识面。

  1）［答案链接］ The objective of the migrant health program of the United States government is to provide grants for the development and enhancement of high quality health care services in rural areas for migrant and seasonal farm workers and their families so as to raise the status of health care for these people to that of the general population. This amelioration can be achieved by providing comprehensive health services, which are made accessible to people who move frequently, and by improving the physical environment so as to assure healthful living and working conditions wherever workers are located.


  Grants are available to state and local health departments and other nonprofit agencies, organizations, and institutions. These funds can be used for the following purposes: to establish and operate general family health service facilities and clinics; to provide health education, training, and sanitation services to upgrade health conditions; and to initiate preventive health services. 2）［答案链接］ Preventive care in the form of immunization programs is the oldest aspect of the program.


  The program further attempts to promote flexibility in locating health services where they will be accessible at times and places convenient to migrant workers and their families. 3）［答案链接］ The family health care clinic, with additional outreach services by field nurses and aides who visit migrant families in camps and at their homes for counseling and follow-up, constitutes the newest and most significant innovation in the initiate preventive health services. However, despite the introduction of innovative approaches, health care services for migrant workers are still limited and highly inadequate.


  Although the migrant health program has no fixed matching ratio, a grantee is required to pay part of the cost, which varies from project to project. 4）［答案链接］ Many rural counties do not have enough money to cover matching payments, nor do many states consider migrant workers' health a budget priority. The cost-sharing requirement limits the potential effectiveness of the program, and literally hundreds of communities with a yearly influx of migrant workers still lack organized local programs to provide the needed services.


  5）［答案链接］ A major problem for local or state health agencies is their inability to develop case histories and ongoing communication with migrant workers. Lack of knowledge regarding migrant workers' health needs is another reason for the dearth of services. There has been little communication about health problems among communities, health professionals, and migrant workers themselves. Ignorance of a group's special needs often leads to exclusion and rejection of that group and its problems. This is often the case with migrant workers, as evidenced by the enforcement of state residency requirement. It is, of course, impossible for most migrant workers to meet these requirements and become eligible for existing state and local health and welfare aid.

  Many parents complain that their teenage children are rebelling. They greet their children's action with needless dread, while teenagers may assault us with heavy-metal music, wear strange clothes, have strange hair styles, and spend all their time dating or meeting friends. Such behavior scarcely adds up to full-scale revolt.


  Take a good look at the present rebellion. It seems that teenagers are all taking the same way of showing that they disagree with their parents. 1）［答案链接］ Instead of striking out boldly on their wing, most of them are clutching at one another's hands for reassurance. Their reason for thinking or acting in thus-and-such a way is that the crowd is doing it. It has become harder and harder for a teenager to stand up against popular wave and to go his or her own way. They have come out of their cocoon, into a larger cocoon.


  Teenage rebellion, according to psychologist Laurence Steinberg, coauthor of You and Your Adolescent, has been greatly overstated. Many other psychologists agree. 2）［答案链接］ The idea that teenagers inevitably rebel is a myth that has the potential for great family harm. This notion can damage communication during this critical time for parents to influence youngsters.


  3）［答案链接］ Still adolescence is often a trying time of transition for child and parent. Teenagers need to establish themselves as individuals in their own minds and in the eyes of others. This search isn't about rebellion: it's about becoming a person of one's own. “Teenagers ought to be growing away from their parents and learning to stand on their own two feet,” says Steinberg.


  Here is one way parents can help: don't stereotype. “Parents who expect teenage rebellion may actually stir it up,” says Kenneth I. Howard, a member of a research team that collected survey data on more than 20,000 teenagers over a 28-year period.


  4）［答案链接］ Howard cautions parents not to resort to suppression at the first sign of adolescent independence, fearful that giving in even slightly now means drugs cannot be far behind. When parents overreact, teenagers assert themselves more, parents clamp down harder, and a full-scale blowup results.


  In fact, psychologists say that there is no inevitable pattern to teenage behavior and no such creature as a typical teenager. 5）［答案链接］ Your teenager is now larger, stronger, older and smarter than before, with an additional supply of hormone raging through the bloodstream. But he or she is still the same human being you have lived with since birth. Given a chance, your son or daughter will continue to behave in ways you have established.

  1）［答案链接］ Historians have only recently begun to note the increase in demand for luxury goods and services that took place in eighteenth-century England. McKendrick has explored the Wedgewood Firm's remarkable success in marketing luxury pottery. Plumb has written about the proliferation of provincial theaters, musical festivals and children's toys and books. While the fact of this consumer revolution is hardly in doubt, three key questions remain: who were the consumers? What were their motives? And what were the effects of the new demand for luxuries?


  An answer to the first of these has been difficult to obtain. Although it has been possible to infer from the goods and service actually produced what manufacturers and servicing trades thought their customers wanted, only a study of relevant personal documents written by actual consumers will provide a precise picture of who wanted what. 2）［答案链接］ We still need to know how large this consumer market was and how far down the social scale the consumer demand for luxury goods penetrated. With regard to this last question, we might note in passing that Thompson, while rightly restoring laboring people to the stage of eighteenth-century English history, has probably exaggerated the opposition of these people to the inroads of capitalist consumerism in general: for example, laboring people in eighteenth-century England readily shifted from home-brewed beer to standardized beer produced by huge, heavily capitalized urban breweries.


  To answer the question of why consumers became so eager to buy, some historians have pointed to the ability of manufacturers to advertise in a relatively uncensored press. This, however, hardly seems a sufficient answer. McKendrick favors a Veblen model of conspicuous consumption stimulated by competition for status. 3）［答案链接］ The “middling sort” bought goods and services because they wanted to follow fashions set by the rich. Again, we may wonder whether this explanation is sufficient. Do not people enjoy buying things as a form of self-gratification? If so, consumerism could be seen as a product of the rise of new concepts of individualism and materialism, but not necessarily of the frenzy for conspicuous competition.


  Finally, what were the consequences of this consumer demand for luxuries? McKendrick claims that it goes a long way toward explaining the coming of the Industrial Revolution. But does it? What, for example, does the production of high-quality potteries and toys have to do with the development of iron manufacture or textile mills? 4）［答案链接］ It is perfectly possible to have the psychology and reality of consumer society without a heavy industrial sector.


  5）［答案链接］ That future exploration of these key questions is undoubtedly necessary should not, however, diminish the force of the conclusion of recent studies: the insatiable demand in eighteenth-century England for frivolous as well as useful goods and services foreshadows our own world.

  Since the end of the Second World War, most metropolitan growth has been suburban. 1）［答案链接］ Industrial, residential, and commercial development has spread at low densities across the formerly rural land surrounding the central cities. The decentralizing effect has been so strong that in some metropolitan areas the cities have actually lost population.


  2）［答案链接］ As suburban population grows to equal or to surpass that of the cities, the central economic attraction which has always given life to the city is being outweighed by the smaller and comparatively random pulls of the suburbs. In many heavily urbanized states the suburban sprawl of one city merges with the sprawl of another, and the spines of development along narrow transportation corridors.


  City dwellers moved to the suburbs in search of amenities they could not find in the cities: home ownership, peacefulness, high quality public services, and a green environment. 3）［答案链接］ They did not, however, foresee the costs which would attend and undercut these benefits: increased housing, transportation, and energy costs, higher taxes, pollution, and sprawling development. We are now becoming aware that these costs are inextricably bound to the benefits of suburbanization.


  Despite growing awareness of the costs of decentralization, it is politically difficult to alter this growth pattern in favor of policies of decentralizing new development. 4）［答案链接］ The difficulty is that the present pattern is attributable to no single, comprehensive public policy designed to decentralize urban areas. Rather, it is the result of numerous decisions at all levels of government, each made in isolation with a view toward more limited goals, but interacting with one another and with strong forces in the private sector. Federal housing policies subsidized the construction of suburban single-family homes instead of urban apartments. Local governments encouraged the outward spread of development through their zoning, taxing, and development policies. Federal subsides for construction of basic water and sewer systems and state laws permitting easy financing of these systems also encouraged the spread of development. By and large, these policies continue to operate today.


  The very absence of an articulated decentralization policy makes it necessary to reverse or counter each of these component policies individually. To add to the difficulty, the beneficiaries of each such policy constitute powerful political interests. Local governments have been another strong political force opposing policies of centralization. Many municipalities realize that metropolitan development policy cannot adequately be formulated at the local level.


  5）［答案链接］ However, they are reluctant to trade the limited control over their future, which the zoning power affords them, for the hypothetical benefits of land-use policy set at higher levels of government, which they cannot fully control.

  全文译文和答案解析


  Passage 1


  美国政府移居者健康计划的目的是为发展和加强农村地区的高品质医疗服务提供基金，以使移居者、季节性农场工人及其家人享受到和一般大众相同水平的医疗服务。实现这种改善的途径有两条，一是提供全面的、经常迁居人士能够享受到的医疗服务；二是改善物质环境，以确保工人无论在哪里都拥有健康的工作和生活环境。


  州和地方医疗部门，以及其他非营利机构、组织、团体，都能获得基金。这些基金可用于下列目标：建立与运作一般家庭健康服务的设施和诊所；提供健康教育、培训和卫生服务，以提高健康状况；启动预防性的医疗服务。以免疫项目形式开展的预防性健康医疗服务正是移居者健康计划中最早的方面。


  移居者健康计划还希望能够增加医疗服务的弹性，以使移居工人及其家人能在方便的时间和地点享受医疗服务。家庭健康医疗诊所及其附带的扩展服务是对原有预防性医疗服务最新、最重要的改革，扩展服务即为由外勤护士和助手到移居者营地或家中进行咨询及跟踪服务。不过，尽管引进了这些改革措施，针对移居工人的医疗服务仍然有限，并且十分匮乏。


  虽然并没有固定的比率，但移居者健康计划的受补助者必须支付一定比例的费用，其多少因不同的计划而异。许多乡镇没有足够的钱支付相应的费用；许多州政府也没有将移居工人的健康列为预算优先考虑的对象。费用分担的要求限制了该计划潜在的效果，实际上，数百个每年都有移居工人迁入的社区仍然缺乏有组织的地方项目来提供所需的服务。

  Passage 3

  The newspaper must provide for the reader the facts, unalloyed, unslanted, objectively selected facts. But in these days of complex news it must provide more; it must supply interpretation, the meaning of the facts. 1）［答案链接］ This is the most important assignment confronting American journalism—to make clear to the reader the problems of the day, to make international news as understandable as community news, to recognize that there is no longer any such thing as “local” news, because any event in the international area has a local reaction in manpower draft, in economic strain, in terms, indeed, of our very way of life.


  2）［答案链接］ There is in journalism a widespread view that when you embark on interpretation, you are entering choppy and dangerous waters, the swirling tides of opinion. This is nonsense.


  The opponents of interpretation insist that the writer and the editor shall confine himself to the “facts”. This insistence raises two questions: what are the facts? And: are the bare facts enough?


  As to the first query, consider how a so-called “factual” story comes about. The reporter collects, say, fifty facts; out of these fifty, his space allotment being necessarily restricted, he selects the ten, which he considers most important. This is Judgment Number One. Then he or his editor decides which of these ten facts shall constitute the lead of the piece. This is Judgment Number Two. 3）［答案链接］ Then the night editor determines whether the article shall be presented on page one, where it has a large impact, or on page twenty-four, where it has little. Judgment Number Three.


  Thus, in the presentation of a so-called “factual” or “objective” story, at least three judgments are involved. 4）［答案链接］ And they are judgments not at all unlike those involved in interpretation, in which reporter and editor, calling upon their general background, and their “news neutralism”, arrive at a conclusion as to the significance of the news.


  The two areas of judgment, presentation of the news and its interpretation, are both objective rather than subjective processes—as objective, that is, as any human being can be. 5）［答案链接］ Even though complete objectivity can never be achieved, nevertheless the ideal must always be the beacon on the dark news channels.


  For an editor intent on slanting the news, he can do it in other ways and more effectively than by interpretation. He can do it by the selection of those facts that prop up his particular plea. Or he can do it by the pay he gives a story—promoting it to page one or demoting it to page thirty.


  Passage 2

  Things have really changed. 1）［答案链接］ Not only is the military standing tall again, it is staging a remarkable comeback in the quantity and quality of the recruits it is attracting. Recruiters, once denounced by antiwar students as “babykillers” and barred from campuses, are welcomed ever at elite universities. ROTC（Reserve Officer's Training Corps） programs that faltered during the Viet Nam era, when protesters were fire bombing their headquarters, are flourishing again. The military academies are enjoying a steady increase in applications. The following factors contribute to the trend.


  The depressed economy has increased the allure of the jobs, technical training and generous student loans offered by the military. Students know that if they go in and become, say, nuclear weapons specialists, they can come out and demand a salary of $60,000 a year. 2）［答案链接］ Military salaries, while not always competitive with those paid for comparable jobs in the private sector, are more than respectable, especially considering the wide array of benefits that are available: free medical service, room and board, and PX（Post Exchange）privileges. Monthly pay for a recruit is $574; for a sergeant with four years service it is$906; for a major with ten years' service it is$2,305.


  3）［答案链接］ The services' slick $175 million-a-year advertising campaign promising adventure and fulfillment has helped win over the TV generation. Kids are walking down the school hallways chanting “Army, Navy, Air Force, Marines”, just like in the commercials. And many military officials feel that the key difference is the enhanced patriotism among the nation's youth.


  There is a return to the view that the military is an honorable profession. The days of a judge telling a miscreant to join the Army or go to jail are over. Recruiting for all four services combined is running at 101%of authorized goals. 4）［答案链接］ And the retention rate is now so high that the services are refusing some re-enlistment applications and reducing annual recruiting target.


  The military academics are also enjoying halcyon years, attracting more and better-qualified students. 5）［答案链接］ Compared to private colleges, where tuition and expenses have been climbing sharply, the service schools are a real bargain: not only is tuition free, but recruits get allowances of up to $500 a month. It is reported 12,300 applicants are for the 1,450 positions in this year's freshman class.

  “We're using the wrong word,” says Sean Drysdale, a desperate doctor from a rural hospital at Hlabisa in northern KwaZulu-Natal. “This isn't an epidemic, it's a disaster.” 1）［答案链接］ A recent UNICEF report, which states that almost one-third of Swaziland's 900,000 people are infected with HIV, the virus that causes AIDS, supports this diagnosis. HIV is spreading faster in southern Africa than anywhere else in the world.


  But is anyone paying attention? Despite the fact that most of the world's 33.5 million HIV/AIDS cases are in sub-Saharan Africa—with an additional 4 million infected each year—the priorities at last week's Organization of African Unity summit were conflict resolution and economic development. 2）［答案链接］ Yet the epidemic could have a greater effect on economic development—or, rather, the lack of it—than many politicians suspect.


  3）［答案链接］ While business leaders are more concerned about the Y2K millennium bug than the long-term effect of AIDS, statistics show that the workforce in South Africa, for instance, is likely to be 20% HIV positive by next year. Medical officials and researchers warn that not a single country in the region has a cohesive government strategy to tackle the crisis.


  The way managers address AIDS in the workplace will determine whether their companies survive the first decade of the 21st century, says Deane Moore, an actuary for South Africa's Metropolitan Life Insurance Company. Moore estimates that in South Africa there will be 580,000 new AIDS cases a year and a life expectancy of just 38 by 2010. “We'll be back to the Middle Ages,” says Drysdale, whose hospital is in one of the areas in South Africa with the highest rates of HIV infection. “The graph is heading toward the vertical. And yet people are still not taking it seriously.”


  4）［答案链接］ Most southern African countries are simply too poor to supply more than basic health services, let alone medicines, to confront the crisis. Patients in some government hospitals in Harare have to supply their own bedding, food, drugs and, in some cases, even their own nurses. Zimbabwe's frail domestic economy depends to a large extent on informal enterprises and small businesses, many of which are going bankrupt as AIDS takes its toll on owners and employees. “The ripple effect is devastating,” says Harare AIDS researcher Rene Loewenson.


  5）［答案链接］ More ominous are the implications for South Africa, with a sophisticated industrial infrastructure as well as a widespread informal sector. While the South African government is active in promoting AIDS education, it hasn't the money, manpower or material to cope with the attack of AIDS.

  It is morally terrifying to me to consider legislating “the right to die”.


  1）［答案链接］ No one has the right or desire to extend life simply to prolong suffering, but economic pressures are beginning to erode humanitarian considerations. Medical economists have calculated that 60%or more of an individual's entire lifetime medical expense is generated in the last year of life. It follows, then, that if we could predict that terminal period （and eliminate or ignore it） we could find the long-sought magic that would immediately and drastically cut soaring medical expenses.


  2）［答案链接］ Since it is not given to the best of our medical prognosticators to predict with certainty and finality just when that last 12 months will begin or end, and because our Judeo-Christian ethic is dedicated to the sanctity of life, we physicians, with the endorsement of society, keep trying to extend, as well as to improve life. But, as several sociologists familiar with the British hospice movement have asked, if the right to die is legitimized by statute, how long will it be before the right to die becomes the duty to die?


  3）［答案链接］ Committees of physicians are already legally required to decide what medical and surgical procedures should be done, whether they may be done in a hospital, and how long the hospital convalescence may take. Is it too much to imagine that, empowered by right-to-die laws, the duties of these committees will extend to the judgment of who shall live and who shall die?


  The moral precedent for such decisions is already taken for granted by triage physicians in war and disaster—those who assign the priorities for medical treatment on the basis of urgency or chance of survival. 4）［答案链接］ It would be such a little step, and with such big potential for massive financial savings, to allow a committee to decide that a patient beyond a certain stage of colon or breast cancer could not be treated. Would we apply a different standard to those whom we choose to condemn by benevolent neglect if they were over 70 or under 35, if they were rich and famous or poor and unknown?


  5）［答案链接］ Indeed, how long would it take before the stricken individual, feeling comfortable and functional but sensing the emotional and financial drain on his loved ones, became sufficiently guilt-ridden to request the right to die prematurely?


  Prematurely! Ah, there's the rub. We're all going to die—some gracefully and without suffering, some after protracted, painful and inadequate treatment. In retrospect, it is easy to make decisions when we have seen the quality of a life deteriorate. But who among us can sufficiently codify the stages of the quality of life to make the decision in advance to extinguish it?   在新闻界有这样一种看法广泛流传：当你着手解释时，你就会陷入起伏不定且充满危险的水流中，被观点的漩涡淹没。这样说是毫无道理的。


  反对阐释的人们坚持认为撰稿人和编辑应当使他们自己受到“事实”的约束。这种坚持引发了两个疑问：其一，事实是什么？其二，仅仅事实就足够了吗？

  1）［答案链接］ The increase in the margin rate from 50%to 70%was not an attempt to stem any rampant speculation on the part of the public—actually the market seemed technically quite strong, with public participation essentially dignified—but rather an attempt by the Federal Reserve Board to preserve the sound underpinnings that existed in the market. Naturally, such a move had a momentarily chilling effect upon prices but if the FRB had been preoccupied with undue speculation, the increase might have been to the 80% or even 90% level. 2）［答案链接］ Such an increase in the margin rate is a confirmation of a strong stock market; such increases have resulted in interim market highs over twelve months later. Obviously, there could be no guarantee that this would once again be the case, but if history is any guideline—and if business and corporate earnings were to continue on the same course—continued optimism over the outlook for the stock market would seem more prudent than pessimism.


  The margin increase underscored the good rise that stocks had enjoyed for the previous year—and the fact that a 50%rate was maintained as long as it was pointed up the fact that the rise was mainly conservative in that it was concentrated in the blue chips for the most part. In past Investment Letters we have voiced the thought that speciality stocks could outperform the general market from this point. 3）［答案链接］ We continue to believe that this could be the case. For example, steel stocks tend to sell at certain fixed price/earnings ratios. Below a certain ratio they are considered good value—above a certain ratio, overpriced. 4）［答案链接］ If a company produces a unique product, it is far more difficult for market analysis to place a numerical ratio upon the company's earnings. We have also contended in the past Letters that the stock market reflects mass psychology as well as the business outlook. When investors—both the public and the institutions—are nervous and pessimistic they definitely hesitate to buy stocks: they seek low price/earnings multiples and high yields. These same investors—when they are in an optimistic frame of mind—become less preoccupied with yields and more willing to pay a premium （high p/e multiples）for accelerated growth. 5）［答案链接］ If the public's attitude towards the auto industry is any measure, then this period seems to have been one of optimism.

The deal announced today would surpass America Online Inc.'s $4.2 billion acquisition of Netscape Communications Corp. last year. 1）［答案链接］ Based on closing stock prices Friday, Excite is worth about $3.4 billion, which would mean that At Home would be paying a huge premium. AT&T Corp. chief executive Michael Armstrong has stated he wants to use At Home as a conduit for delivering a wide range of communications services, including electronic commerce. Control over Excite, which has a search engine and links to several online shopping sites, would certainly enhance that goal.

Negotiations between Yahoo and Excite broke off this weekend, according to published reports.


  Excite, eager to extend its reach and market power, was attracted by an alliance with AT&T and TCI. 4）［答案链接］ Excite's shareholders are expected to own about 30 percent of the combined company, which would be known as At Home Networks. Excite chief executive George Bell would take a position on the new company's executive board, reporting to At Home chief executive Tom Jermoluk.


  At Home, which delivers high-speed Internet service over cable TV lines, has more than 330,000 customers. 5）［答案链接］ The deal would give it access to Excite's more than 20 million registered users and to the company's content development capabilities.


  Both companies are located in Redwood City, Calif.   In the first ten years of work, individuals experience 70 percent of their overall wage growth, change jobs frequently, and often settle on a particular line of business or industry. 1）［答案链接］ Those college graduates who enter a robust job market are often considered lucky because more job opportunities are available to them. Those who graduate during a recession have more difficulty finding a job that fits. But, how long lasting is the impact of that good or bad luck? In The Short-and Long-Term Career Effects of Graduating in a Recession, co-authors Philip Oreopoulos, Till von Wachter, and Andrew Heisz turn to three large administrative data sets for some answers.


  The researchers first analyze the long-term effect on earnings of a typical recurring shock—an economic downturn—affecting a large group of workers. Then they use the information on employment, job mobility, and employer characteristics over a 10-year period to assess the sources of persistent effects of early labor market conditions. 2）［答案链接］ Finally, information about the individual's academic program allows them to investigate whether workers predicted to be less advantaged from the outset actually suffer larger long-term losses and adjust differently to an initial shock.


  There are three central findings in this study. First, luck matters, because graduating in a recession leads to large initial earnings losses. These losses, which amount to about 9 percent of annual earnings in the initial stage, eventually recede, but slowly—halving within five years but not disappearing until about ten years after graduation. Second, initial random shocks affect the entire career. 3）［答案链接］ Graduating in a recession leads workers to start at smaller and lower paying firms, and they catch up by switching jobs more frequently than those who graduate in better times. Third, some workers are more affected by luck than others.   There is a burgeoning literature on the impact of international capital flows on emerging market economies. 1）［答案链接］ For example, we have learned in recent years that in emerging markets foreign flows can result in a reduction in systematic risk and an increase in both physical investment and economic growth. These positive aspects of capital flows are tempered by the role of foreign flows in spreading crises.


  In contrast, much less is known about the impact of capital flows on the larger economies of the world. And, until recently, many market participants held the view that capital flows could not possibly affect interest rates in the United States.


  In International Capital Flows and U.S. Interest Rates, authors Francis Warnock and Veronica Warnock show that international capital flows have an economically important effect on the most important price in the largest economy in the world, that of the ten-year U.S. Treasury bond. 2）［答案链接］ Specifically, the authors ascertain the extent to which foreign flows into U.S. government bond markets can help to explain movements in long-term Treasury yields.


  The authors address this issue at an important time. In the summer of 2003, short-term interest rates were very low and inflation was well contained. 3）［答案链接］ Over the course of 2004, the Federal Reserve began a well advertised tightening that raised short rates while economic growth strengthened and inflation picked up. Many market observers predicted an increase in long-term U.S. interest rates that would result in substantial losses on bond positions. However, long-term interest rates remained quite low, puzzling market participants, financial economists, and policymakers.


  The authors find that foreign flows have an economically large and statistically significant impact on long-term U.S. interest rates. 4）［答案链接］ Their work also suggests that large foreign purchases of U.S. government bonds have contributed importantly to the low levels of U.S. interest rates observed over the past few years. In the hypothetical case of zero foreign accumulation of U.S. government bonds over the course of an entire year, long rates would be almost 100 basis points higher. Were foreigners to reverse their flows and sell U.S. bonds in similar magnitudes, the estimated impact would be doubled. Further analysis indicates that roughly two-thirds of the impact comes directly from East Asian sources. 5）［答案链接］ In addition, some of the foreign flows owe to the recycling of petrodollars, suggesting a mitigating factor that might be reducing some of the bite of higher oil prices.

  Surprisingly enough, modern historians have rarely interested themselves in the history of the American South in the period before the South began to become self-consciously and distinctively “Southern”—the decades after 1815. 1）［答案链接］ Consequently, the cultural history of Britain's North American empire in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries has been written almost as if the Southern colonies had never existed. The American culture that emerged during the Colonial and Revolutionary eras has been depicted as having been simply an extension of New England Puritan culture.


  2）［答案链接］ However, Professor Davis has recently argued that the South stood apart from the rest of American society during this early period, following its own unique pattern of cultural development. The case for Southern distinctiveness rests upon two related premises: first, that the cultural similarities among the five Southern colonies were far more impressive than the differences, and second, that what made those colonies alike also made them different from the other colonies. 3）［答案链接］ The first, for which Davis offers an enormous amount of evidence, can be accepted without major reservations; the second is far more problematic.


  What makes the second premise problematic is the use of the Puritan colonies as a basis for comparison. Quite properly, Davis decries the excessive influence ascribed by historians to the Puritans in the formation of American culture. 4）［答案链接］ Yet Davis inadvertently adds weight to such ascriptions by using the Puritans as the standard against which to assess the achievements and contributions of Southern colonials. Throughout, Davis focuses on the important and undeniable differences between the Southern and Puritan colonies in motives for and patterns of early settlement, in attitudes toward nature and Native Americans, and in the degree of receptivity to metropolitan cultural influences.


  5）［答案链接］ However, recent scholarship has strongly suggested that those aspects of early New England culture that seem to have been most distinctly Puritan, such as the strong religious orientation and the communal impulse, were not even typical of New England as a whole, but were largely confined to the two colonies of Massachusetts and Connecticut. Thus, what in contrast to the Puritan colonies appears to Davis to be peculiarly Southern-acquisitiveness. A strong interest in politics and the law, and a tendency to cultivate metropolitan cultural models were not only more typically English than the cultural patterns exhibited by Puritan Massachusetts and Connecticut, but also almost certainly characteristic of most other early modern British colonies from Barbados north to Rhode Island and New Hampshire. Within the larger framework of American colonial life, then, not the Southern but the Puritan colonies appear to have been distinctive, and even they seem to have been rapidly assimilating to the dominant cultural patterns by the last Colonial period.

The human race as a whole has grown, has developed, and has matured, like one of ourselves. It was once a child, it was once a man; we are now looking on at its impressive old age. 2）［答案链接］ Before the epoch which modern society has dubbed “ancient” there was another epoch which the ancients called “fabulous” but which it would be more accurate to call “primitive”.


  Observe the three great successive orders of things in civilization, from its origin down to our days. 3）［答案链接］ Now, as poetry is always superposed upon society, we propose to try to demonstrate, from the form of its society, that the character of the poetry must have been in those three great ages of the world: primitive times, ancient times, and modern times.


  In primitive times, when man awakes in a world that is newly created, poetry awakes with him. In the face of the marvelous things that dazzle him, his first speech is a hymn simply. He is still, so close to God that all his thoughts are joyful, all his dreams are visions. The earth is still almost deserted. There are families, but no nations; patriarchs, but no kings. Each race exists at its own pleasure; no property, no laws, no contentions, no wars. Everything belongs to each and to all. Society is a community. Man is restrained in nought. 4）［答案链接］ He leads that nomadic pastoral life with which all civilizations begin, and which is so well adapted to solitary contemplation, to fanciful reverie. He follows every suggestion; he goes hither and thither, at random. His thought, like his life, resembles a cloud that changes its shape and its direction according to the wind that drives it. Such is the first man, such is the first poet. He is young; he is cynical. Prayer is his sole religion; the ode is his only form of poetry.


  This ode, this poem of primitive times, is Genesis.


  By slow degrees, however, this youth of the world passes away. All the spheres progress: the family becomes a tribe; the tribe becomes a nation. Each of these groups of men camps about a common center, and kingdoms appear. The social instinct succeeds the nomadic instinct. If this warming up took place, the ice caps in the poles would begin to melt, thus raising sea level several metres and severely flooding coastal cities. 2）［答案链接］ Also, the increase in atmospheric temperature would lead to great changes in the climate of the northern hemisphere, possibly resulting in an alteration of the earth's chief food-growing zones.


  In the past, concern about a man-made warming of the earth has concentrated on the Arctic because the Antarctic is much colder and has a much thicker ice sheet. But the weather experts are now paying more attention to West Antarctic, which may be affected by only a few degrees of warming, in other words, by a warming on the scale that will possibly take place in the next fifty years from the burning of fuels.

  However, most of the fuel is burnt in the northern hemisphere where temperatures seem to be falling. Scientists conclude, therefore, that up to now natural influences on the weather have exceeded those caused by man. The question is: which natural cause has most effect on the weather?


  One possibility is the variable behavior of the sun. Astronomers at one research station have studied the hot spots and cold spots（that is, the relatively less hot spots）on the sun. As the sun rotates, every 27.5 days, it presents hotter or colder faces to the earth, and different aspects to different parts of the earth. This seems to have a considerable effect on the distribution of the earth's atmospheric pressure, and consequently on wind circulation. 4）［答案链接］ The sun is also variable over a long term: its heat output goes up and down in cycles, the latest trend being downward.


  Scientists are now finding mutual relations between models of solar-weather interactions and the actual climate over many thousands of years, including the last Ice Age. 5）［答案链接］ The problem is that the models are predicting that the world should be entering a new Ice Age and it is not. One way of solving this theoretical difficulty is to assume a delay of thousands of years while the solar effects overcome the inertia of the earth's climate. If this is right, the warming effect of carbon dioxide might thus be serving as a useful counter balance to the sun's diminishing heat.

  If you can't trust a doctor, who can you trust? Sadly, though, neither doctors nor patients are always trustworthy. 1）［答案链接］ That leads to abuses by the former during intimate examinations, and false accusations of abuse by the latter in the hope of making large sums of compensation money. To combat both phenomena, Britain's National Health Service（NHS）is considering a plan to force doctors to have a nurse present as a chaperone in any situation with the potential to turn compromising.


  That, however, replaces one problem with another. 2）［答案链接］ Chaperoning is hardly the best use of a nurse's talents, even when lots of nurses are available. And at the moment the NHS has a serious shortage of nurses. However, a team led by Sir Ara Darzi, of the Imperial College School of Medicine, in London, may have come up with the answer—an electronic chaperone.


  3）［答案链接］ Like a maiden aunt at a Victorian date, the Synaptiq Virtual Chaperone, so named after the firm that makes it, is discreet, but omnipresent. A camera mounted on the ceiling in the corner of the consulting room has a viewing angle of 120—enough to see what is going on everywhere—while a microphone records the conversation between doctor and patient. The equipment is barely visible. This should help to avoid the tendency which many people have to play to the camera. But the system is discreet in another way, too. The data it collects are encoded immediately, using a level of security more frequently associated with financial institutions than doctors' surgeries.


  And those data are there for clinical as well as legal reasons. For there is a third element to the system, a console on the doctor's desk can be used to record medical information about the patient. That means there is a complete record of the consultation that both patient and doctor, who each receive a copy, can refer to in order to jog their memories about the facts. 4）［答案链接］ To decode the recording requires a special key that fits into a computer's USB port, and also a password, so unauthorized access is easy to prevent unless both key and password fall into the wrong hands.


  A trial of the system, carried out in the plastic-surgery department of Charing Cross Hospital, in London, has yielded positive results. Some 96%of patients said that having the virtual chaperone enhanced their relationship with the doctor. The NHS's managers are also keen on the system. At the moment, the average time needed to settle a claim of misbehaviour in the consulting room is eight years. Many innocent doctors are suspended as a result（in 70%of cases, the doctor is cleared）. 5）［答案链接］ An unambiguous record of what happened should stop that, and also prevent money being wasted on protracted court battles, since such cases will no longer turn on one party's word rather than another's.   When Mariner 10 careened past Mercury in 1974 and 1975, some impressive data was collected, at least by the standards of that period. 1）［答案链接］ The craft was equipped with a television camera and several spectrometers, but it was able to photograph only half of the planet in any detail.


  There are, then, many unanswered questions about the planet closest to the Sun. And this is why America's space agency, NASA, intends to launch on August 2nd a new mission to Mercury—named Messenger（short for Mercury Surface, Space Environment, Geochemistry and Ranging）.


  One of the key questions the mission will tackle is the mystery of its magnetic field. Of the four terrestrial planets—Mercury, Venus, Earth and Mars—only Earth shares this trait. 2）［答案链接］ The Earth's field arises from the molten liquid that swirls around in its core. This explanation is not thought likely for Mercury. The planet is much smaller than Earth（only slightly larger than our moon）and so it is assumed that its core would have cooled and solidified long ago.


  Scientists, then, want to work out whether they are correct about Mercury having a solid core, and thus whether the planet's field comes from magnetized rocks that are remnants from its earlier and more geothermally active days. They will also be looking for water. Although a Mercury day reaches an excruciating 450℃, shadows of deep craters provide a constant frigid alternative where water may exist as ice. 3）［答案链接］ Scientists are also curious as to what type of environment is harboured deep inside these craters.


  Mercury's close proximity to the Sun poses challenges for the craft. Messenger will operate behind a ceramic heat shield to keep its instruments at room temperature, and will pass only briefly over the hotter equatorial regions in order to limit exposure to heat reflected from the surface of the planet.

  “Attraction is all casinos are about. They lure people with bright lights, cheap plane tickets, inexpensive hotel rooms, great shows and great meals,” says Mark E. Hauber of Cornell's Department of Neurobiology and Behavior.“ The spiny spiders work the same way.”

  Color is an attracting feature. “It goes against what most scientists would have thought,” says Hauber. 2）［答案链接］ “While color on animals like parrots allows them to blend into the colorful rain forest, other animals use color to attract mates. In this case, the color lures prey to the web. Perhaps the color itself may look like flowers to the insects that eventually become entrapped in the web,” he says.


  Different colors and patterns affect the prey. 3）［答案链接］ Bright colors and contrasting patterns should be rare in predators that use traps, since conspicuous body color is scientifically counter intuitive in stationary predators, says Hauber. He says, animals use “sit and wait” tactics in their concealed traps to capture prey, and colors and patterns only alert potential prey. Yet orb weaving arachnids, such as the spiny spiders of Australia, are brightly colored and have contrasting patterns on their bodies. Hauber found that the more colorful their backs, the greater their chances of catching prey.


  Colors and patterns mimic those of food. 4）［答案链接］ “Perhaps the colors and patterns of their dorsal surface mimic the color of food—such as flowers—for visually oriented prey,” Hauber says. He observed spiny spiders in northeastern Australia. He found that the blackened spiny spiders always attracted and caught less prey. He covered the yellow black striped dorsal surface on the spiders' backs with ink from a black felt tip pen. Spiders with the black dorsal surface caught less prey than spiders with their normal colorful stripes.


  Colors may relate to the reflective effect. Besides the actual colors, the reflection may also affect the prey.   康奈尔大学神经生物学与行为系的马克·豪伯说：“在所有娱乐场所中，诱惑是主流。它们诱惑你，想要你去那里。通过鲜艳的灯光、廉价的机票、低价的旅馆房间、精彩的节目以及丰富的晚餐来诱惑大家。刺蜘蛛也会使用类似的方式。”

  4. ［译文］豪伯说：“对有视觉导向的猎物来讲，或许它们脊背上的颜色与图案酷似食物（比如鲜花）的颜色。”


  ［点津］翻译难点在于语序的安排。豪伯所说的话是一个简单句，其主干为Colors and patterns mimic color；破折号后的such as flowers是对food的举例说明；for visually...则引出论述的对象。汉语习惯是先指出对象，再进行说明，因此在翻译时应调整语序把对象visually oriented prey放在句首。


  5. ［译文］也可能是多刺蜘蛛的脊背在紫外线波长之下具有高度的反射效果，因为这意味着在浓密的森林附近出现了空地。


  ［点津］翻译的难点在于多重从句的处理。句子主干是It is possible that...。because引导原因状语从句，此为第一层从句；主句中it为形式主语，真正的主语是that所引导的主语从句，此为第二层从句。翻译应注意根据文章含义来推测单词的含义，clearing通常会被认为是clear的现在分词形式，但其在文中为复数形式，故应是名词，再根据clear的本义“清除，扫除”可推断，该词应为“空地”的意思。
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
