On November 6th, 2012, the people of the United States exercised their right to vote（投票）for their president．Their votes made Barack Obama serve a second term as their president．A week later, people voted on another very exciting event: what name to give a baby panda that lives at the San Diego Zoo.

Nearly 35,000 people voted for one of the six possible names for the baby panda on the zoo's website．Which name won? Most people picked Xiao Liwu which means "Little Gift" in Chinese．That is probably because it is part of a special program in which China lends pandas to zoos in the US and around the world.
★



Xiao Liwu was born on July 29, 2012．At 21 years old, Xiao Liwu's mom, Bai Yun is the oldest known giant panda（大熊猫）ever to give birth.

Following Chinese tradition, zoo officials waited until 100 days after the baby panda was born to give him a name．At his naming ceremony（典礼）on Tuesday, Xiao Liwu weighed 9.2 pounds and was 23 inches tall．When he grows up, the giant panda will probably weigh about 250 pounds and be 4 to 6 feet tall.

Giant pandas are an endangered species（物种）．It's said that China has the world's largest population of this kind of animal.

 Most giant pandas live in the forests of China's Sichuan Province, and about 300 of them live in zoos.

 During the long cold night, Dickinson couldn't stay warm and finally gave up on sleep．"I think staying awake is a good choice at this point．I have a back sore just after a few hours' lying on the hard ground．Imagine how kids feel after weeks on street?" she said.

There are about 10,000 homeless kids who have to live on the street during the year in Toronto, according to a report from Covenant House.

 The organization helps about 3,500 homeless kids every year.

The "sleep out" has brought business leaders and popular stars into the street for one night．The fundraising（募捐）event took place in Toronto, Vancouver
 and ten other Covenant House locations（场所）in Canada and the US.

Thanks to the "sleep out", millions of money was raised during the event.

 The great award was given to the boy after displaying a commitment for improving the lives of fellow street kids.

As a poor child, Valdez slept in an open tomb（坟墓）and lived on trash for the major of his life．According to the Global Post
 , Valdez survived abuse（侮辱）, and was taken to look for help after being terribly abused．After that experience, he founded "Championing Community Children", a charity to help other homeless children．He also handed more than 5,000 gifts such as clothes, shoes, toys and candy in the slums（贫民窟）of Manila．Although he was poor himself, he tried his best to help other kids.

The heroic teenager was awarded this year's International Children's Peace Prize in The Hague in September 20th 2012, and received the prize money presented by Nobel Peace Laureate Desmond Tutu．Valdez is going to help more kids who are in trouble with the prize.

In addition, to support the poor children, Valdez's messaged to children around the world: "Our health is our wealth（财富）! Being healthy will make you be able to play, to think clearly, to get up and go to school and love the people around you in so many ways."

 阅读技巧点拨

阅读理解的解题步骤及解题技巧

阅读的目的在于获得意义，而阅读理解是阅读认知过程中最重要的成分，这是一项复杂的认知活动。在阅读中必须按照正确的解题步骤来做题，并掌握相应的阅读技巧。


一、解题步骤


1．审视标题。试题中有的文章有标题，有的没有，拟题人是有所考虑的，画龙点睛，龙就活了。标题是文章的高度凝聚。它能给学生以启发和想象，想象文章的内容和走向，有利于学生对文章的理解，能提高做题的效率。

2．快速浏览全文，掌握全貌。先快速通读短文全文，初步了解短文整体框架、大意及作者意图，并在抓住主要信息及各段中心内容的同时，标出有疑问或重要的地方，这样全文的梗概便一目了然了。

3．细读文后的题目。细读文后题目的目的在于审视这些题目是针对什么提出的。若文章短可先读短文，后看文后题目；若文章长，为了能迅速抓住要点，可以先浏览题目，然后再读文章，这样就可以带着问题去读文章，能加深对要点的理解。

4．细读文章，掌握短文细节。这次阅读应仔细品味，不可一晃而过。可边读边用铅笔做些标记，把有关的人物、事件、时间、地点、起因（即5个W: who, what, when, where, why）划出来。例如凡逢人物就圈起来，有几个圈就是几个人，一目了然。经过这样的处理，学生对文章的内容和细节便会胸有成竹，对事态的发生、发展和解决会有更加深入的了解。

5．初选答案。一般短文都设有5个题目，对那些表层理解的题目可以断然选定。对那些深层理解的题目，应再查阅原文，但绝不是简单重读，应找出依据，把所选答案代入文章，再确定正误。在选择答案时，对文章和选择题中的词语应结合上下文思考其确切意思，切忌望文生义，作出错误的判断。

6．复读全文，核对答案。学生要用全文的主题思想统率各思考题，研究其内在的联系和逻辑关系，并依次审核那些未获解答的题，对照题目，推测判断，确保理解无误。


二、解题技巧


1．瞻前顾后。对一具体问题不要局限于一词一事，而应从文章整体考虑，从主线向外扩展，打开思路，前后上下对照。这样，可避免“钻牛角尖”和“繁琐分析”。而且，在中考试题中，即使是事实和细节题，也是围绕或用以说明主旨和大意的。

2．首尾突破。大多数短文，尤其是新闻报道或议论文的第一段，或每段的第一句，常包含全文的主要信息或基本观点；而结尾部分常是结局或结论。寓言或幽默故事的结尾往往是点睛之笔或值得玩味之处。因此，抓住首尾往往就抓住了主要矛盾，主要矛盾解决了，次要矛盾也就迎刃而解了。

3．先易后难。即先做浅层易答之题，再做深层或复杂的或尚存疑惑之题，各个击破。这样，既可减轻心理压力，有了已完成的易题的内容做铺垫，有时还会从中得到可喜的启示。

4．逻辑推理，做好深层理解题。在实际阅读中，有时作者并未把意图说出来，阅读者要根据字面意思，通过语篇逻辑关系，研究细节的暗示，推敲作者的态度，理解文章的寓意。这就是通常所说的深层理解。深层理解主要包括归纳概括题（中心思想，加标题等）和推理判断题，是阅读理解中的难点。深层理解是一种创造性的思维活动，它必须忠实于原文，要以文章提供的事实和线索为依据，立足已知推断未知，不能凭空想象，随意揣测。它要求学生对文章的表面信息进行分析、挖掘和逻辑推理，不能就事论事，以偏概全。只有吃透文章的字面意思，推理才有前提和基础。

总之，阅读理解能力的培养功在平时，只要在平时的学习中夯实基础，勤于总结，掌握正确的学习方法，英语阅读理解就不会成为学生获得高分的拦路虎。

所谓快速阅读就是利用视觉运动的规律，通过一定的训练方法，在较短的时间里阅读大量的书报资料的一种科学的学习方法。学生在阅读的时候，必须通过直觉，联想，想象，逻辑分析和综合判断等一系列思维活动，才能把顺次进入视觉的一连串文字信号转换成概念和思想，最终完成阅读过程。快速阅读应具备以下几个条件：

1．自信心。在快速阅读时，自信心是很重要的，只要我们坚信我们能成功，通过长期苦练就会实现。

2．集中注意力。快速阅读的同时还要求快速记忆，这就要求在阅读时，不仅要阅读，而且要记，要理解，这是一个高难度的思维活动，没有集中的注意力很难保证“速读”的完成。

3．快速理解。这是快速阅读的催化剂。“理解”就是利用已有的知识经验，去获得新的知识经验，并把新的知识经验纳入已有的知识经验系统中，理解可分为直接理解和间接理解。直接理解主要是通过瞬间忆起以前所得的知识，立刻选取所需要的知识。而间接理解的实现需要通过一系列复杂的分析综合活动，快速阅读用的是中间理解法，它包括：

（1）抓住关键词句。为了提高阅读速度首先应抓住关键词句，因为它是联接上下文的纽带，抓住关键句子也就是找出主题句。主题句是文章中用来概括大意的句子，主题句往往是每个段落的第一个句子，有时可能是最后一个句子，在特殊情况下可能出现在段落当中，通过识别主题句，可以快速，准确地抓住文章中各个段落的主要意思。

（2）推断法。快速阅读往往要根据几个单词推断出一个句子，由句子推知整个段落的意思。快速阅读需要多读书，知识积累越多，知识面越宽，理解力越强，快速阅读中的推断能力才能越高。

细节理解题

在阅读理解题目中，有相当一部分是考查细节和事实的题目。这类题目相对容易一些。这些题目有两个共同特点：

1．凡属针对特定细节的考题，其正确答案大都可以在阅读材料中找到对应的文字部分作为验证。这一部分可能是一个词或短语，也可能是一个句子或相关的若干句子，但句式、用词和表达方式不同。

2．干扰项往往是主体思想与细节混杂，正确答案细节和非正确答案的细节混杂，甚至真假混杂。

因此，要做好阅读理解中的确定细节和事实的题目，一要在文章中找出相应的信息点，二要排除干扰项。

细节理解题的命题方式有：

1．Which of the following is NOT true?

2．Which of the following is mentioned in the passage?

3．What is the example of … as described in the passage?

4．The author mentions all of the following EXCEPT…

5．According to the passage, when（where, why, how, who, etc）…

 阅读技巧点拨

词义猜测题

在中学阶段的英语阅读考试中，词义猜测题主要考查学生对文章中生词的理解。在中考阅读题中，考生遇到的最大障碍往往有两个：一是被已认识的单词的某一熟知含义所误导；二是被完全不认识的单词的意思所阻碍，从而出现理解偏差或理解困难，影响阅读的速度。其实解决这两个障碍的一个重要法宝是考生在心中树立起上下文观念，通过上下文确定生词的含义。

阅读理解文章中对生词的考查有的是考查影响文章理解的非常重要的超纲词汇，还有的是考查一词多义的单词在文中的理解，要求考生通过阅读文章，推测该词在句中的确切含义。

总的来说，推测生词含义有两种方法：一是通过词根词缀；二是通过上下文。


1．通过词根词缀推测生词的含义


在英语中一个基本词根加上各种不同的词缀构成不同词性或不同词义的单词，叫衍生词。一般前缀改变词义，后缀改变词性。例如：

●词根act v.做（词根）→active adj.积极的，活跃的；care n.小心（词根）→careful adj.小心的

●前缀un-不→unhappy（不高兴的）；re-又，再，重新→replay（重放）；dis-否定，除去→disorder（杂乱，无秩序）


2．通过上下文推测生词的含义


通过上下文推测生词含义的方法有4种：同义法、反义法、逻辑法和常识法。

（1）同义法

利用解释推测单词的意思。

①用动词或短语（be, mean, refer to等）给出前面生词的含义。例如：Equipment refers to the things that are needed for a particular purpose or activity.可猜测equipment意为“设备”。

②通过举例的方法给出生词的含义。例如：After a day of hunting, Harold is ravenous．Yesterday, for example, he ate two bowls of soup, salad, a large chicken, and a piece of chocolate cake before he was finally satisfied.可猜测ravenous意为“饥饿的”。

③通过生词后括号内或者破折号后的内容给出生词的含义。例如：He played a love game（a game in which his score is 0）.可猜测a love game意为“一方得零分的比赛”。

④通过生词的同位语或定语给出生词的含义。例如：He's a barber, that's to say, a person whose job is to cut men's hair.可猜测barber 意为“理发师”。

（2）反义法

在阅读过程中，如有表示转折的词but，though，however等和表示对比关系的词或表达unlike，different from，on the contrary等出现，那就表明这些词语的前后是两个完全相反的概念。例如：Unlike her pesky sister, Joan is a lovely girl.可猜测pesky意为“讨厌的”。

（3）逻辑法

逻辑法是利用句子间的类比、因果、递进等逻辑关系推测生词的含义的方法。表示类比的词或表达有similarly，in the same way等，表示因果关系的词或表达有as a result，therefore，because，due to，in order to等，表示递进关系的词或表达有and then，even，in fact等。例如：Water is added to the liquid in order to dilute it.可猜测dilute意为“冲淡，稀释”。

（4）常识法

常识法是利用科普知识和生活常识推测生词含义的方法。例如：The snake slithered through the grass.根据蛇的生活习性的知识，我们推断出slither意为“爬行”。

 阅读技巧点拨

推理判断题

推理判断题主要对短文的结论、隐含意义、作者的倾向、文章的论调、写作的思路及目的等进行考查，可以算是各类题型中最难的一种。所谓推断，就是根据阅读材料中所提供的信息，推断出未知的信息。即把有关的文字作为已知部分，从中推断出未知部分。据以推断的有关文字可能是词或句子，也可能是若干句子，甚至是全文。初中英语试题中的推断题主要有以下几种：

1．事实推断。这种推断常常针对某一个或几个具体细节，是比较简单的推断。进行这种推断，要首先在文章中找出据以推断的有关文字，然后加以分析，尤其要理解字里行间的意思。

2．指代推断。确定代词的含义和指代对象是阅读理解题常见的题目。要确定指代词所指代的对象，关键在于对所在上下文的正确理解。指代名词的指代词，其单复数形式应与被指代的词一致，因此数的形式可作为识别指代对象的一个辅助标志。

3．逻辑推断。这类题目往往要求根据文章所提供的背景，人物的表情，动作和语言来推断出人物的态度或感觉。

 阅读技巧点拨

态度观点题

态度观点题是推理判断题的一种特殊设题形式，是指那些针对作者的写作意图、对观点的态度和对事件的评价所设置的问题。作者在文章中不仅客观地进行叙述和说明，往往还持有某种态度，如对某一观点或赞同或反对，或肯定或批评。作者的观点和态度除了直接表达外，还经常在文章中间接表达出来。考生可以通过全文的叙述，从文章的主要内容去理解作者的观点；有时作者也会在文章中用特殊的词汇表达自己的思想感情。同学们要从文章的用词、语气或对某个细节的陈述来推断作者的态度、观点等。态度观点题考查目标比较明确，题干一般都含有according to the writer，attitude，opinion，believe，consider，regard等词和短语。这类题目还有作者对具体的某个人物的态度或一段细节的评价。其题干表现形式如下：

1．What is the purpose of the text?/The purpose of the passage is to…

2．What is the opinion of the writer in this passage?

3．What was the writer's attitude toward…?

作者的态度和立场一般分为三大类：支持、赞同、乐观；客观、中立；反对、批评、怀疑、悲观。同学们除了可以通过寻找文中带有感情色彩的词来判断识别作者的观点和态度外，有时还需要综合运用其他的阅读方法，如根据文章中与问题相关的细节做出判断，根据作者提供的例证推断其暗示的态度、观点，有时还需要对全篇通读把握文章的主旨后做出正确选择。

【典例】（泉港区中考题）

Many Chinese students think American students enjoy more freedom than them at school．But American schools also have their rules．If the students break the rules, they will get punishment, too.

On the first day of a new term, 128 students of Morton High School were sent home for wearing the wrong clothes．There are altogether 1,200 students in the school．Usually only 20 students break the school dress rule every day．So the headmaster Theresa Mayerik said it was the worst new term she had ever seen.

At Morton High School, students' favorite clothing such as baggy（宽大的）trousers，low-necked shirts and tank tops（紧身短背心）are not allowed in classrooms．Some students think they have the right to choose what to wear, but the headmaster doesn't think so．"I'd be supportive（支持）if half the school was sent home, because 99％ will get the message that our school are for education." 文章结构题

文章结构题是推理判断题的一种特殊设题形式，是指那些针对文章的整体篇章结构或某一段落的发展层次所设置的问题。这类题主要考查考生在理解全文的基础上对文章所描述事件的发展顺序、所说明事物的结构层次或在论述观点过程中使用的论证方法进行推测、归纳和总结的能力。在中考题中，这是一种较为新颖的考查方式。

文章结构题的设题方式有：

1．What is the right order of the steps in doing_____?

2．The second paragraph is developed by_____.

3．How is the passage mainly developed?

4．The author answers the question raised in the first paragraph with_____.

5．Which of the following pictures shows the structure of the passage?

6．In the next part, the author would most probably talk about_____.

文章结构题的考查对象无非是整个篇章或是其中的某个段落。因此，在解答此类题之前，有必要对全篇或考查的段落进行通读，了解其大意。解题的关键在于找出篇章或段落中表示层次发展的关键词，如表示时间的关联词、表示方位的关联词、表示因果关系的关联词和表示对比、比较的关联词等等。考生要在正确理解篇章内容的基础上对文章的发展作出合理的推断。这些推断不是凭空臆断，因为作者总会给读者充分的证据对文章结构作出合理的推断。

【典例】（2012年衢州市）

The Venus flytrap is a kind of meat-eating plant．It grows in very few places, such as wetlands near the coast of North Carolina in America.

The Venus flytrap is not a large plant．It grows to be only about a foot tall．The plant has white flowers in the spring, but it is the plant's leaves that make it so interesting．The ends of the leaves have folding parts with stiff, tiny hairs（带小硬刺的可折叠部分）．These are the plant's "traps（捕捉器）".

What does the Venus flytrap eat? As you might guess, the Venus flytrap eats flies．It also eats spiders, ants, and crickets．The Venus flytrap makes most of its food with sun, air, and water, just like other plants．Living things just give it extra nutrition（营养）to grow well in wetlands.

How does this plant trap and eat living things? The Venus flytrap uses a sweet liquid（液体）to attract its food．When a fly lands on one of the plant's open traps, hairs on the surface make the trap closed．As soon as the trap closes, the fly is dinner!

主旨大意题

阅读理解是对整个文章的目的、意图、观点、立场、态度以及内在逻辑关系的理解，所以通读全篇和问题是很有必要的。问题也可提供信息或暗示文章中的一些重要细节。在通读全篇的同时要注意抓住文章的中心大意，捕捉主题句，一些显性的答案可以从主题句中直接回答，而隐性的答案则要通过对全篇的理解才能得出。

主旨大意题常见的命题形式有：

1．Which is the best title of the passage?

2．This passage mainly talks about.


解答阅读理解主旨大意题的方法和技巧


1．分清主次，抓住主干，找出主题句。

主题句是归纳表达文章中心思想的句子，一般出现在段落或文章的开头部分。放在开头部分可以使读者一开始就明白文章所讲的内容主旨；主题可放在结尾起着总结归纳、画龙点睛的作用。在文章中间的主题句通常起着承上启下的作用。

主题句一般具有以下特征：（1）概括全段思想。（2）一般位于段首、段尾或位于段中，它通常是用单词、短语表达的。当然，有些文章没有完整的主题句，其主题只好依据整篇文章及上下文的语境。

2．理清层次关系，选出最佳标题

标题是文章中心思想的精练表达，多为一个名词词组，短小明了，涵盖性强。做这类题目时，要在阅读全文的基础上，把握好层次关系。注意选项的归纳范围要恰如其分，干扰项往往是局部信息，是某一小节或文章里的某一句话。

【典例】（2012年福州市）

The Sydney Opera House is a very famous building in the world．It has become Sydney's best-known landmark and international symbol．The Opera House with a "sailing roof" was designed by a famous Danish architect（丹麦建筑大师）, Utzon．The base for the building was started in 1959, years before the designs were finished．Utzon spent four years designing the Opera House．In 1962, the designs were finalized（定稿）and the construction began．In 1967, they started the decoration inside．It took 14 years in total to build the Opera House．Queen Elizabeth II officially opened it on October 20th, 1973.

The Sydney Opera House cost around $100 million and was paid for by the public．6,225 square metres of glass was used to build it．The Opera House includes 1,000 rooms．It is 185 meters long and 120 meters wide．The building's roof sections weigh about 15 tons．Each year, this fantastic building attracts 200,000 tourists to come for a visit or enjoy events in it.

The Opera House reaches out into the harbour（港湾）．It is amazing and unforgettable, offering people a strong sense of beauty.

 阅读技巧点拨

正误判断题

在中考英语中，正误判断题通常放在所有阅读理解试题的第一篇，一般难度不大，所设题目都是陈述事实，不出现疑问句形式。

阅读短文时主要应是在掌握大意和作者意图的基础上，捕捉与题干相关的内容要点。在对每一道题进行判断时，通过寻读法在原文中找出与每个问题相关的段落与词句，并进行认真比较分析，从中找到依据，只有完全符合文章意思的句子，才可判定为正确，那些基本意思相符，却仍有某一点不符的应判定为错误。判断每一句子正误时绝不可先看一道题目，就将短文搜索一遍寻找答案，这样不仅费时，而且由于缺乏对文章意思的全面了解，判断时往往有很大盲目性。有些题要从西方语言文化背景和习俗入手。

在阅读理解中，判断句子的正误这类题目的一般解题思路是：

1、阅读原文、捕捉信息、理解大意。先通读原文，捕捉文中所提供的信息，抓住文章内容概略，理解短文的大意和理清全文脉络。

2、审读题目、找出相关、依据判断。读懂短文内容后再审读题目，把握每个待判定句子的含义，通过寻读法在原文中找出与每个问题相关的段落与词句，然后依据短文内容对试题所给出的句子进行是非判断。

3、重读短文、逐题复检、核查无误。完成正误判断后必须将短文重读一遍，加深对短文的理解，在此基础上再对每一道题进行复查，对有些似是而非的句子，一定要重新认真识别。

【典例】（2012年株洲市）

North Atlantic Right Whales are one of the most endangered whale species（物种）in the world．But now their numbers are growing again, thanks to a plan to keep large ships away from the whales' feeding grounds（食物区）.

The whales live in the Atlantic Ocean, off the eastern coast of Canada and the United States．They spend the winters in warm southern waters, where most babies are born, then move north in the spring.

Mei Xiang, the female panda, gave birth to her baby panda on September 17, 2012.

It was a gray Sunday for the National Zoo in Washington, DC, because the baby panda was found dead．The zoo workers who took care of Mei Xiang and her baby panda were puzzled by the baby's death.

 They were also very upset．"Everyloss（损失）is hard," said National Zoo director Dennis Kelly．"This one makes us especially sad."

National Zoo officials said there were something wrong with the baby's liver（肝脏）, but they couldn't immediately decide if it was the reason．The baby had shown no signs of pain．Officials expect to know more after a medical examination in the next two weeks.

In fact baby pandas aren't easy to take care of．They are born entirely blind．Most are not longer than five inches at birth．Developments are slow in a baby panda's early days．A baby panda can't see for more than a month after being born and can't walk for the first 75-80 days of its life．It depends on its mother for guiding.

The relationship between a baby panda and its mother is very important but can also be dangerous．Grown female pandas are about 1,000 times heavier than their babies．While attempting to nurse, mothers can accidentally crush（挤压）their young．For Mei Xiang, they are still not sure if she has crushed her baby.

 阅读技巧点拨

语句还原题

语句还原题是近年中考英语试题中阅读理解的新题型。很多考生因为对此类题目不了解，做题时感到无从下手。下面是此类题目的解题步骤和技巧。

1．把握文章整体，了解文章大意。解此类题的关键是对文章整体意义的把握，特别是前后内容上的联系，以保持文章内容的连贯性和结构的合理性作为填回句子的依据。

2．分析选项，瞻前顾后。认真分析选项及文章，尤其是文章填空处前后两句话中的代词指代，还可以根据上句的信息推断下句的信息，通过下句的信息推断上句的信息。这样前后对照、逐句推敲、双箭齐下、瞻前顾后，抓住文章的脉络。

3．根据空格位置，判断选项特征。空格位于段首时，此时空格通常应为该段主题句，找到该段关键词，看选项中的词汇是否与之重合。空格位于段末时，有时为该段主题句，有时为总结句，即首尾呼应之句。有时为承上启下的过渡句，此时应注意下段文章，找出下段文章的关键词，与本段相照，对照选项。空格位于段中时，若在主题句后，则为主题句的扩展句，找与关键词有关的选项，则依前后问判断。

4．重读短文，验证答案。选项选好后，应将所选的选项代入文中去验证，检查全篇文章是否贯通流畅，内容是否清晰，前后意思是否矛盾，是否符合上下文的逻辑关系等等。

 阅读技巧点拨

任务型阅读题

任务型阅读介于阅读理解和写作之间，其任务已不同于阅读理解中的选择题或书面表达，而是在理解文字的基础上，有效地测试学生用英语“做事”的能力。主要考查学生收集信息、整理信息的语言应用能力。由于任务形式多样，因此解题前要先明确要求，然后在原文中找出问题题干所包括的信息部分，快速准确地抓住有效信息。答题时，如果是根据英文释义写单词的题，则一定要确保所填的单词来源于原文，切不可脱离原文，随意发挥；如果是细节题，应注意句子的意义和语法结构；如果是概括主题思想或者自拟题目，一定要找到主题句，如果没有主题句，概括时应全面简练。

解题技巧：

1．明确任务　由于题目要求形式多样，在同一篇阅读材料中会要求完成不同的任务，因此解题前要先明确任务，做到心中有数。

2．紧扣原文　即在原文中找出问题题干所包括的信息部分，这样就可以快速准确地抓住有效信息，确保答题的准确性。如果是根据英文释义写单词的题，则一定要确保所填的单词来源于原文，切不可脱离原文，随意发挥。

3．注意读写结合　任务型阅读不仅考查学生阅读理解层面的能力，更加注重考查学生“写”的能力。若是写单词，则要注意拼写正确，词形、词性有无变化，是否需要大写；若所要完成的是短语或句子成分，则需谨慎对待，依据所给题干分析要完成的是什么句子成分，需用什么样的表达方式，不可简单草率地将文中信息直接挪用。

文章体裁

阅读文章体裁不同，阅读的侧重点也不同，记叙文中要注意who（人物），where（地点），when（时间），what（事件），why（原因）说明文要注意说明的对象，特征、细节及数字等；议论文要注意作者的观点，论点和论据。

1．记叙文是以记叙为主要表达方式、以记叙人物的经历或事物的发展变化作为主要内容的一种文体。它包括的范围很广，主要有日记、游记、传说、新闻、通讯、小说等。记叙文的写作常伴随着作者思想情感的流露和表达，因此议论和抒情往往夹杂其中。无论是顺叙还是倒叙，在引出话题，讲完一件事情后，作者往往会表达个人感悟或提出建议等。毫无疑问，在阅读过程中找出这些元素是阅读的一个重要任务。

2．说明文是中考阅读理解的重要内容。说明文有一定的说明顺序和说明方法（举例子、分类别、下定义、作诠释、打比方、列数字、列图表、引用说明）。抓关键词句，明确被说明事物的特征。说明文难度比记叙文大，阅读说明文时心态要平静，客观解答试题。

3．议论文是说理性的文章，一般由论点、论据和论证过程组成。议论文都要提出论题、观点、提供充分的证据（evidence），使用一定的逻辑方法，如演绎和归纳的论证方法等，来证明观点或得出结论。演绎论证议论文是先提出一个总论点，然后分别进行论述；归纳论证一般先举事例，然后通过事例再归纳出结论。

4．应用文是一种使用范围比较广泛的文体，广告、书信、列车或飞机的时刻表、产品说明书、宣传海报、简明新闻等都属于应用文，他们的目的都是为了向读者传输信息。做题时，根据所提问题用寻读、跳读的方法更有效。

【典例】（2012年山东临沂市）

How do you get to school every day? By bike, bus or car? In Chongqing there will be 3,000 new school buses on the street by the end of this year．These school buses look just like American school buses: yellow with a big nose.

In February 2010, the Chinese government announced the first standards（标堆）for school bus safety．Since then, more yellow school buses can be seen on the street.

In China, besides the bus driver, there should be an adult on the school bus to watch the students．If there are more than 40 students, two adults are needed．The students usually rest or read books on the school bus.

In America, yellow school buses are very popular．There are about 480,000 school buses in the country．The older kids sit in the back of the bus．The younger kids sit in the front．They usually listen to music, talk on their phones or just sleep．The only adult on the bus is the driver.

The school bus is important in students' everyday lives．It can keep children safe．Usually a child is much safer going to school by school bus than any other way．It can also help the environment．A school bus saves a lot of gas（汽油）because it can carry a lot of people.

Neil Armstrong , the first man to walk on the moon, has died at the age of 82．Armstrong was an American astronaut and the commander（指挥官）of the Apollo 11
 spaceship to put men to the moon.


Apollo 11
 was launched（发射）on July 16, 1969, and began traveling around the moon．On July 20, Armstrong and the other astronaut, Edwin E., took off from Apollo 11
 in a small landing plane called Eagle．A third astronaut, Michael, stayed in the main ship, traveling around the moon until they returned．
★



Hundreds of millions of people around the world watched on TV as the Eagle landed on the moon．When Armstrong stepped out of the ship and onto the moon, he said, "That's one small step for man, but one large leap（飞跃）for mankind."

The astronauts explored the moon for more than two hours and collected about 50 pounds of moon rocks．They left behind a card which said, "Here men from the earth first set foot upon the moon, July 1969 A．D．We came in peace for all mankind．"

Armstrong had his first ride in an airplane when he was six．By the time he was 15, he had learned how to fly a plane．In 1962, he became an astronaut of NASA．Armstrong's first space flight was in 1966.

Armstrong died on August 25, 2012．He will long be remembered as the first man to step on the moon.

Sun Yat-sen was born on November 12, 1866, into a farming family in the village of Cuiheng, Xiangshan county．When Sun Yat-sen died on March 12, 1925, the name of Xiangshan was changed to Zhongshan in his honor.

When Sun Yat-sen was a child, he heard many stories about the Taiping Rebellion（起义）from the Taiping old soldier Lai Hanying．After receiving a few years of local schooling, at the age of thirteen, Sun went to live with his elder brother, Sun Mei, in Hawaii．Sun Yat-sen studied at the lolani School where he learned English, math and science.
★

 At first he was unable to speak English, but he picked up the language so quickly that he received a prize for outstanding（杰出的）achievement in English．After graduation from lolani School in 1882, Sun entered Oahu College（now Punahou School）for further studies for one term, and he was soon sent home to China by his brother.

In 1883 he returned home．Later, he went to Hong Kong．Sun studied English at the Anglican Diocesan Home and Orphanage in Hong Kong．In April 1884, Sun was transferred（转移）to the Central School of Hong Kong.

Sun studied medicine at the Guangzhou Boji Hospital．Finally, he got a license for medical practice as a medical doctor from the Hong Kong College of Medicine for Chinese in 1892．He practiced medicine in that city briefly in 1893．He married his fellow villager Lu Muzhen at the age of twenty．She bore him a son and two daughters.

 阅读技巧点拨

学会分析障碍语句

在阅读实践中，考生常会碰到一些复杂的长句子，一时无从下手而极大地影响阅读速度，这确实是英语学习中的一个大障碍，也是考生认为阅读理解有困难的重要原因。对于结构复杂的句子，要对句子进行语法分析，寻找句子的“核心”（主谓结构），然后理清从句，再多读几遍，就能理解句子的整体意思。下面是一些实用的技巧来帮考生破解这个障碍。

1．巧妙创建断点

习惯了句式简单的中文，一见到英文长句子，难免感到不适应，这是很正常的事情。很多考生读到句子一半时就被复杂的从句搞晕了，还有的考生读到句子后面的内容时，前面的句子已经忘得差不多了，还得重新返回去再读。其实，英文的长句无非是几个内容相关的短句用连词连在了一起，所以，考生只需将句子断成几个短句就可以了。

在实际阅读中，还可以根据自己的水平来确定文章的断点。也就是当自己感觉大脑里记住的信息太多时，把正在读的最后一个意思说完整后就可以断句。

这种自由转换的阅读方式，可以使考生根据自己的英语能力自由地调节阅读的停顿，不用拘泥于语言本身的标点符号。

2．学会适当加词

当考生把一句英文断成几句中文短句之后，会显现出句子翻译的不完整，这时就需要根据中文理解的习惯进行加词，使句子意思更为完整。

在给句子进行加词时，要注意所加词一般都是没有具体意思的连接词，即恢复从句中省略掉的部分使句子的意思更为完整。这样既让前后句子比较连贯，还不会影响句子的整体意思。

【典例】（2012年南京市）

What kind of things should you have? You must have a real iron．Travel irons are acceptable．You must not use plastic or toy irons．The clothes you iron must be at least the size of a hand towel．It shouldn't be just a handkerchief．The board doesn't have to be a fullsize board, but that is preferred．It must be one meter long and thirty centimeters wide and have legs．You must also have proof（证据）of ironing that is either a photo or a video, and it should show a recognizable landmark．Be aware（意识到）that people have already ironed near the top of Everest, the highest mountain in the world, and in the Blue Hole in Egypt, one of the most dangerous places to dive．
 However, there are still many records to break．Iron on!

3．理顺句子语序

在读英语句子时，只有感觉到句子中前面所说的“什么东西／什么人”后面出现说这个东西／这个人“怎么样”的时候，这时一个语意才算是说得完整，就可以在后面断句。而在读句子时，如果“什么东西／什么人”后面还没有出现相应的“怎么样”的描述时，这时考生要意识到前面的句子内容还不可以结束，必须等到后面出现了相应的描述后才可以设置断点。这就是正语序的运用可以有效地提醒我们句子的整体性，特别是在那些主语和其的叙述内容在一句话中间隔很远的时候，一遍就读出句子的前后逻辑关系。语序的掌握从根本上解决了对于句子结构分析的依赖，使我们可以做到在第一遍就轻松理解句子中的各层意思，而且不会彼此混淆。

 阅读技巧点拨

完形填空的命题趋势

完形填空是根据阅读理解的考试原则，在语篇层面上考查考生对常用词汇的准确。得体的应用，从而达到对于文章主要内容，特别是对作者通过文章传达的情感、态度、价值观的准确理解和把握的能力。近年来中考完形填空有如下命题趋势：

1．体裁、题材多样，考查学生涉猎各种信息的能力。体裁有记叙文、说明文等；题材涉及到趣味故事、幽默小品、科普知识、日常生活、人物小记、社会热点话题等等。短文一般文章短小，情节连贯，层次分明，线索清楚。目的是考查考生是否有阅读各种体裁、题材文章的能力以及获取各种信息的能力。

2．侧重整体理解、考查考生快速阅读理解能力。解完形填空题需要考生具备视读、跳读、查读、猜词等各种快速阅读技巧。因为解题时间有限，在短短的时间内，要完成全文和选项的阅读，还要进行正确判断、推理、核查等工作。可见阅读速度非常重要。

3．侧重基础知识，考查考生语言知识的能力。完形填空以文入手，结合文章的内容考查考生的基础知识，主要是词语搭配、近义词辨异、辨析句子结构、掌握语法规则的能力。

4．上下文对照，考查考生捕捉关键词的能力。解完形填空题时，单独看一句话是找不到正确答案的，需要阅读下句或者若干句才能明白。所谓上下对照，即在上文和下文中找到与正确答案相同的关键词。因此，在做题时要边读边在大脑中储存上下文信息，捕捉关键词。

5．设置语境，考查学生的分析推理能力。完形填空旨在考查考生，在选项都符合语法及句子结构的情况下，能否利用前后语境去推断出正确答案。

6．结合生活，考查考生利用常识题的能力。目的是考查考生的生活常识，考生是否善于观察生活，积累生活常识，能否利用常识去做恰当的选择。

7、关注连词，考查考生对行文逻辑、句子关联的理解能力。此项用来考查考生在缺少连词的情况下，通过阅读能否理解句与句的关系，是否了解行文逻辑的要求，能否掌握表示因果、转折、并列、条件、让步等的连词的用法。

 阅读技巧点拨

完形填空的解题技巧

一直以来，完形填空都是众多考生的软肋。很多考生反映，自己也曾多次练习过，可始终不见什么效果。那么如何才能做好这类题呢？重要的是，考生对完形填空的命题特点应有所了解。我们知道，完形填空实际就是一篇在立意和表达上完全独立的文章，只是根据命题的需要，在必要的地方设置了一些空，由此考查考生对英语的综合运用能力，使这些空还原，恢复文章本来面貌。完形填空有如下解题技巧：

1．通读全文，把握文章主旨，洞察写作意图。通读全文是做完形填空之前必不可少的工作，在快速阅读的过程中，不要急于看选项，而要一口气读到底，以求综观全文，获得对文章内容的整体了解，从而确定作者的写作意图，判断自己的基本思路。

2．重视首句和首段，好的开始是成功的一半。完形填空中，第一句一般不设空。通过认真分析首段，可发现首段多向读者交代了事件发生的时间、地点、背景、人物、起因等，使读者在下面的阅读中有一个清晰的语境。

3．上下求索，左右逢源，瞻前顾后。完形填空中，我们常会发现上一句的答案就隐藏在下一句中，或上一段为下一段作铺垫。因此当遇到自己拿不准的地方时，一定不能心慌，应耐心地看下去。有时，为了使文章生动活泼，作者会使用一些比喻或排比的写作手法。那么这时就要停下来分析他们之间的内在联系，来确定正确答案。

4．注意句子间的逻辑关系。一般所填空格的句子与上下文可构成指代、列举、因果、比较、对比、让步、补充、递进等逻辑关系。根据上下文的逻辑关系并结合所给选项的基本含义来确定。

5．排除法。完形填空侧重语篇考查，虽然不像单项选择那样侧重考查语法，但是也应充分考虑语法和词汇在完形填空中的应用，同时注意排除法在完形填空中的应用。

6．做好检查。填好空格后，应细读一遍，看文章是否完整，用词是否达意，上下文是否连贯，有无前后矛盾、逻辑错误，特别是一些考查词语搭配的地方要仔细斟酌。若在情景、语法、词汇、逻辑等方面都顺理成章，这篇完形填空就比较成功了。

 阅读技巧点拨

中考英语阅读备考策略

阅读理解能力的培养是中学英语学习的一项重要任务，也是中考必考的一项重要内容。中考英语阅读理解题一向是中考中的“重中之重”，它主要考查考生综合运用所学语言知识的能力，包括阅读能力、理解能力、归纳概括能力、逻辑推理能力及对材料的评估能力等。要想提高阅读理解能力，必须掌握一定的学习策略和基本技巧。

1．大量阅读是必由之路

大量阅读可以使学过的语言知识得到复习和巩固，使语言能力得到发展和提高。在阅读量小，接触英文材料很少的情况下，所学语言知识就理解不深，掌握不好，且边学边忘，学习效率很低。

2．扩大词汇量是突破口

一个人掌握的词汇量多少与其语言水平的高低有密切关系。在阅读过程中，如遇到生词，要尽量利用构词法知识和上下文关系，猜测新词的词义。

3．巩固并加深语法知识

初中学生要熟练掌握大纲、课标中的语法结构表，熟练掌握并运用语法知识。这样不仅有利于提高听、说、写能力，而且有利于提高我们的阅读理解能力。

4．拓宽知识面，增加背景知识

中考英语阅读理解部分所选的文章，题材广泛，内容丰富，涉及的背景知识包括人物传记、社会、经济、文化、日常知识、科普知识等。平时要多读这类文章，不断拓宽知识面，丰富背景知识，考试时遇到类似的文章，就会感到比较容易，有利于成绩的提高。

在阅读过程中，我们要养成良好的阅读习惯，掌握并运用各种阅读技巧。

1．略读（Skimming）

略读又称大意阅读，就是快速阅读以获取全文的大意，对全文的总印象以及作者的观点。略读时，只需要读一些选择的句子，以了解文章大意，也可以读如斜体词、划线词，文章的标题或副标题、释义等，无须读每个句子。

2．浏览（Scanning）

浏览是另一种快速阅读方法。通常采用浏览的方式以求迅速地查找出某一具体的信息或细节，如时间、日期、号码、人名、事件等。

3．细读（Intensive reading）

细读又称为研读（Study reading），其主要目的是把握文章的细节。为了透彻领会文章的主旨，必须弄清有助于发展或论证中心思想的重要事实或细节。这些事实或细节能使我们更深刻地领会中心思想。它们可能证明一个论点、表明各种观点之间的某种关系，或者举例以帮助我们更充分地理解文章的主旨。

4．评读（Critical reading）

评读要求我们运用自己的知识、经验、观点对文章的思想内容及写作技巧进行分析和评估。它实际上也是读者的一种再创造的思维过程。

当然，阅读技巧远不止这几种。考生在做阅读理解题时，应根据命题的要求和意图，有针对性地采取这种或那种技巧，以达到既准确又迅速的目的。阅读理解能力在英语学习过程中起着举足轻重的作用。但冰冻三尺，非一日之寒。学生阅读理解能力的提高，既需要老师科学有效的指导，更要发挥学生的主体作用，掌握阅读的方法与技巧，这样才能提高阅读理解能力，轻松应对中考。
