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导学

一、职称英语概述

外语能力是衡量专业技术人员素质和专业水平的一个重要方面，特别是经济全球化和我国对外开放不断发展的新形势，对专业技术人员的外语能力提出了更高的要求。在中央批准的各专业技术职务试行条例中，对不同系列、不同职务层次专业技术人员的外语能力都作出了规定。凡依据相应专业技术职务条例受聘担任相应专业技术职务的人员，均应按照《关于专业技术人员职称外语等级统一考试的通知》（人发［1998］54号）规定的范围，报名参加相应语种、级别的外语水平测试。全国专业技术人员职称英语等级考试共分三个专业类别：综合类、理工类和卫生类，每个专业类别的考试各分A、B、C三个等级。本书为全国专业技术人员职称英语等级考试理工类B级。

考试主要测试专业技术人员阅读理解外文专业基础文献的能力。报考人员可根据自己所从事的专业工作，任选一个语种及有关类别参加考试。

全国专业技术人员职称英语等级统一考试是由国家人力资源和社会保障部组织实施的一项国家级外语考试。本考试遵循“严格要求、实事求是、区别对待、逐步提高”的原则，根据英语在不同专业领域活动中的应用特点，结合专业技术人员掌握和使用英语的实际情况，对申报不同级别专业技术职务的人员的英语水平提出了不同的要求。

全国专业技术人员职称英语等级考试于每年4月份举行。考试的总分为100分，考试时间为2小时。

二、评价目标

全国专业技术人员职称英语等级考试重点考查应试者的阅读理解能力。考试总的评价目标是：申报B级的人员在2小时内应完成2600词左右的阅读任务，并能正确理解所读材料的内容。

为达到上述目标，考试对应试者的英语汇量、语法知识和阅读理解能力分别提出如下要求：

（一）词汇量

考试所涉及的词汇和短语主要依据大纲所附词汇表。申报B级的应试者需要认知的词汇量如大纲要求：申报B级的人员应认知5000个左右的单词和一定数量的短语。

（二）语法知识

考试不直接对应试者所掌握的语法知识进行考查，但应试者必须掌握基本的语法知识。主要包括：

1. 英语句子的基本语序及其意义；

2. 英语句子的结构和常用句型；

3. 各种时、体的形式及其意义；

4. 各种从句的构成及其意义；

5. 句子中词语的所指、省略、替代、重复，以及句子之间的意义关系等。

（三）阅读理解能力

应试者应能综合运用英语语言知识和阅读技能来理解专业的或一般内容的英语书面材料。阅读能力主要包括以下几个方面：

1. 掌握所读材料的主旨和大意；

2. 了解阐述主旨的事实和细节；

3. 利用上下文猜测某些词汇和短语的意义；

4. 既理解个别句子的意义，也理解上下文之间的意义关系；

5. 根据所读材料进行判断和推论；

6. 领会作者的观点、意图和态度。

三、考试内容与试卷结构

考试由六个部分组成，考试主要考查应试者理解书面英语的能力。

第一部分：词汇选项（第1~15题，每题1分，共15分）

考查应试者理解在一定语境中单词或短语意义的能力。本部分为15个句子，每个句子中均有一个词或短语画有底横线，要求应试者从每个句子后面所给的四个选项中选择一个与画线部分意义最相近的词或短语。

第二部分：阅读判断（第16~22题，每题1分，共7分）

考查应试者识别和判断文章所提供的信息的能力。本部分为一篇300~450词的短文，短文后列出七个句子，有的句子提供的是正确信息，有的句子提供的是错误信息，有的句子的信息在短文中并未直接或间接提及。要求应试者根据短文的内容对每个句子作出判断。

第三部分：概括大意与完成句子（第23~30题，每题1分，共8分）

考查应试者把握文章段落大意及细节的能力。本部分为一篇300~450词的短文，有两项测试任务：（1）短文后有六个段落小标题，要求应试者根据文章的内容为其中指定的四个段落各选择一个正确的小标题；（2）短文后有四个不完整的句子，要求应试者在所提供的六个选项中选择四个正确选项分别完成每个句子。

第四部分：阅读理解（第31~45题，每题3分，共45分）

考查应试者对文章主旨和细节信息的理解能力。本部分为三篇文章，每篇300~450词，每篇文章后有五道题。要求应试者根据文章的内容，从每题所给的四个选项中选择一个最佳答案。

第五部分：补全短文（第46~50题，每题2分，共10分）

考查应试者把握文章结构、掌握作者思路的能力。本部分为一篇300~450词的短文，文中有五处空白，文章后面有六组文字，其中五组取自文章本身。要求应试者根据文章的内容选择五组文字，将其放回相应位置，以恢复文章原貌。

第六部分：完形填空（第51~65题，每题1分，共15分）

考查应试者正确把握文章内容，以及在一定语境中准确使用词语的能力。本部分为一篇300~450词的短文，文中有15处空白，每处空白给出四个选项，要求应试者根据短文的内容从四个选项中选择一个最佳答案。

试卷结构及考查目的（总题量65题，满分100分）如下表所示：
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四、命题原则

考试命题的广度和难度根据大纲规定的范围及对应试者能力的要求而确定。命题原则如下：

1. 合理安排测试项目的层次结构。本考试的重点是考查应试者的阅读理解能力，试卷的结构应充分考虑阅读理解能力的不同层次，测试不同层次能力的项目所占比重亦不相同。

2. 合理安排测试项目的难度结构。本考试题目的难易程度分为易、较易、较难、难四个等级，试卷中各种难易程度题目各占一定比例。试题的难易程度和能力层次是两个不同的概念，在每个能力层次的项目中，都包含难易程度不同的题目。

五、答题及计分办法

考试均采用客观性试题，要求应试者从每题所给的选项中选择一个最佳答案，或根据要求选择最佳搭配。考试中，应试者应在专门设计的答题卡上作答。应试者要特别注意：做在试卷上的答案一律无效。每题只能选择一个答案。考试计分只计算答对题的数目，答错不倒扣分。

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Achilles' heel直译为“阿基里斯的脚踵”，是一个在欧洲广泛流行的短语。它源自荷马史诗伊利亚特中的希腊神话故事。

阿基里斯是希腊联军里最英勇善战的将领，也是荷马史诗伊利亚特里的主要人物之一。传说他是希腊密耳弥多涅斯人的国王珀琉斯和海神的女儿西蒂斯所生的儿子。阿基里斯出生以后，母亲想使儿子健壮永生，捏着他的脚踵倒浸在冥河圣水里浸泡。因此阿基里斯浑身似钢筋铁骨，刀枪不入，只有脚踵部位被母亲的手捏住，没有沾到冥河圣水，成为他的唯一弱点。在特洛伊战争中，阿基里斯骁勇无敌，所向披靡，杀死了特洛伊主将，著名英雄赫克托耳，而特洛伊的任何武器都无法伤害他的身躯。后来，太阳神阿波罗把阿基里斯的弱点告诉了特洛伊王子帕里斯，阿基里斯被帕里斯诱到城门口，用暗箭射中他的脚踵，负伤而死。

因此，Achilles' heel的意思为“唯一弱点；薄弱环节；要害”。

［答案解析］画线词overtook的构成形式为“over（越过）+took（接受）”，连在一起表示“赶上，超过”，引申为“使无法忍受”。选项中pass“赶上，超过”与画线词意思一致，符合题意。hit“打击，袭击”，如：The risk is that Europe will get hit harder,in particular its financial system.（风险在于，欧洲将遭受更严重的冲击，特别是欧洲的金融体系。）reach“到达，达成”，如：To reach agreement,both sides must make concession.（为了达成协议，两方都必须作出让步。）led是lead的过去式，是“领导，引导”的意思，如：The US was right to give talking a chance.But talk must lead to action.（美国给予一个讨论机会是对的，但讨论之后必须拿出行动。）

［答案解析］本题大意：我不会容忍在课堂上出现这种行为。画线单词tolerate的意思是“忍受，容忍”。本句有一个关键词是behavior“行为”，I will not表示否定，全句大意可推测为“我不会/不能_____这种行为出现在我的课堂上”。四个选项：control意为“控制”，observe意为“观察”，regulate意为“调节，规定”，accept意为“接受”。因此只有accept含义与题干最相近，故选D。

3.出现了互为近义词的备选项。

［答案解析］本题大意：战争真正的痛苦现在开始了。考生可以如下推理：战争的最坏的什么开始了呢？战争当然不是个好东西，那么选项里来描述战争的应该是有些感情色彩的词汇。四个选项的词义：pain“痛苦”，part“部分”，aspect“方面”，result“后果，结果”。只有pain的含义与题干最贴切，故选A。

秒杀考点1：如何确定关键词？

单刀直入

词语定位法

问题句中的特征词（专有名词，数词）和描述细节信息的词语与结构（如：时间/地点/条件/原因状语，表示人及事物名称的词语），在文章中找到与之相呼应的语句（答案相关句），对比答案相关句与问题句的结构和句意，判断答案。

结构定位法

问题句中出现的状语结构（尤其是时间状语、条件状语、原因状语），这些反映细节信息的状语结构常常是对问题句作出正确判断的关键点。

句子定位法

问题句中的信息无法在原文中找到相对应的原词，这是由于出题人常常不是采用文章中的原话，而是使用同义的词语来进行提问。

Eastern Quakes Can Trigger Big Shakes

In the first week of November 2011, people in central Oklahoma experienced more than two dozen earthquakes. The largest, a magnitude 5.6 quake, shook thousands of fans in a college football stadium, caused cracks in a few buildings and scared many people who had never felt a quake before. Oklahoma is not an area of the country famous for its quakes. If you watch the news on TV, you see reports about all sorts of natural disasters. But the most dangerous type of natural disaster, and also the most unpredictable, is the earthquake.

Researchers at the US Geological Survey （USGS） estimate that several million earthquakes occur globally each year. Scientists know about small, remote quakes only because of very sensitive electronic devices called seismometers. These devices detect and measure the size of ground vibrations produced by earthquakes. Altogether, USGS researchers use seismometers to identify and locate about 20，000 earthquakes each year.

Although earthquakes can happen anywhere in the world, really big quakes occur only in certain areas. The largest ones register a magnitude 8 or higher and happen, on average, only once each year. Such big ones typically occur along the edges of Earth's tectonic plates.Tectonic plates are huge pieces of Earth's crust, sometimes many kilometers thick. Often, edges of these plates temporarily lock together. When plates push and scrape past each other earthquakes occur. On average, tectonic plates move very slowly—about the same speed as your fingernails grow.

But sometimes earthquakes rumble through portions of the landscape far from a plate's edges. Although less expected, these “mid-plate” small earthquakes can be substantial damage. Some of the biggest known examples

hit the eastern half of the United States two centuries ago. Today, scientists are still puzzling over why the quakes occurred and when similar ones might occur.

为：板块无论何时移动，都会发生地震。原文第四段提到“Often, edges of these plates temporarily lock together. When plates push and scrape past each other earthquakes occur.”（板块会暂时连在一起，一旦相互摩擦，就会发生地震）。也就是说，板块在相互摩擦的时候才会发生地震，而不是只要移动就发生地震。故答案选B。如果没有仔细阅读

原文中的内容，理解其表达的含义，考生有可能选A。

A Great Quake Coming?

Everyone who lives in San Francisco knows that earthquakes are common in the bay area and they can be devastating.In 1906，for example,a major quake destroyed about 28，000 buildings and killed hundreds,perhaps thousands of people.Residents now wonder when the next“Big One”will strike.It's bound to happen someday.At least seven active fault（断层）lines run through the San Francisco area.Faults are places where pieces of Earth's crust（地壳）slide past each other.When these pieces slip,the ground shakes.

To prepare for that day,scientists are using new techniques to reanalyze the 1906 earthquake and predict how bad the damage might be when the next one happens.

One new finding about the 1906 earthquake is that the San Andreas faults split apart faster than scientists had assumed at the time.During small earthquakes,faults rupture（断裂）at about 2.7 kilometers per second.During bigger quakes,however,ruptures can happen at rates faster than 3.5 kilometers per second.

At such high speeds,massive amounts of pressure build up,generating underground waves that can cause more damage than the quake itself.Lucky for San Francisco,these pressure pulses（脉冲）travel away from the city during the 1906 event.As bad as the damage was,it could have been far worse.

Looking ahead,scientists are trying to predict when the next major quake will occur.Records show that earthquakes were common before 1906.Since then,the earthquake has been relatively quiet.Patterns in the data,however,suggest that the probability of a major earthquake striking the Bay Area before 2032 is at least 62 percent.

New buildings in San Francisco are quite safe in case of future quakes.Still,more than 84 percent of the city's buildings are old and weak.Analysts suggest that another massive earthquake would cause extensive damage.

People who live there tend to feel safe because San Francisco has remained pretty quiet for a while.According to the new research,however,it's not a matter of if the Big One will hit.It's just a matter of when.（2010年）

22.A。［解析］题干大意：某天引人注目的旧金山大地震是不可避免的。本题句给出的信息是正确的。文章最后一句提到：According to the new research,however,it's not a matter of if the Big One will hit.It's just a matter of when（根据新研究，问题不是大地震来袭，而是什么时候来袭）。既然问题是地震什么时候会发生，那么这一地震是无法避免的了。由此可以看出本题选A。

Achilles' heel

凭借自己的主观判断，而不是具体地根据文章。

例如：2010年理工类B级的阅读判断分析A Great Quake Coming?这篇文章中的第17题。题干大意：1906年旧金山地震是美国历史上最严重的一次。文章未提到这方面的信息。文章第一段提到“In 1906，for example,a major quake destroyed about 28，000 buildings and killed hundreds,perhaps thousands of people”。其是说1906年地震破坏性大造成了很大的损失，但是没说是最严重的，所以题干所述文章并未提及，应选C。

但是很多考生看到1906年的地震破坏性这么大，自己认为这是最严重的，所以就会选A。所以，我们做题的时候要根据文章来选择。

例如：2003年理工类B级的阅读判断分析The Smog（烟雾）这篇文章中的第22题。题干大意：smog这个词最早出现于1952年。由first回到原文定位，文章倒数第二段提到：In fact,it was first used in London in 1905 to describe the mixture of smoke and thick fog（事实上，它最早出现于1905年的伦敦，当时用来描述烟和浓雾的混合物）。文章中还提到1952年伦敦有人死于烟雾中。可见，题句意思与原文不符。故答案为B。

这道题实际上就是看考生的细心程度，如果足够细心，一定可以选对。如果不够细心，就会选成C。

例如：2008年理工类B级的阅读判断分析The Need to Remember这篇文章中的第19题。题干大意：当我们做身体运动的时候我们用到情感记忆。由线索词emotional memory回到原文定位，第四段讲到了与之相关的内容：“With our emotional（情感的）memory,we recall situations or places where we had strong feelings,perhaps of happiness or unhappiness.We also have special memories for smell,taste,touch and sound,and for performing physical movements”。主要是说，用我们的情感记忆能回想起一些情景或我们有强烈情感的地方，也许是开心的，也许是不开心的。我们对一些强烈的感官觉受以及身体运动有特殊记忆，但并不是用到情感记忆，也就是说当我们做身体运动时我们用的是特殊记忆，故答案为B。

但是很多考生只看前面一句话，看到符合题意，却没有看到后面的话表达了另外的意思，所以考生做题时要细心。

（2）provide意为“提供”，相应的词组“provide sb.with sth.”意为“把某物提供给某人”。that在这里引导的是一个同位语从句，对evidence进行解释说明。

（3）to be found意为“被发现”，它的逻辑主语是answers,那么answers是被别人发现的，所以用的是to be found。

（4）however是一个转折连词，与上面的句子说的意思是相反的。

（5）这句话翻译为：在1994年，哈勃太空望远镜提供证据证明黑洞是存在的。然而，有这样一些说法：黑洞仍然是宇宙中的神秘事物之一。

［答案解析］

2.A。［解析］题干大意：黑洞是存在的，但是很难观察到。题干中的关键词为difficult,用它回到原文定位，在首句能找到difficult的近义词impossible。文章首句提到：Most scientists agree that black holes exist but are nearly impossible to locate（黑洞确实存在，但很难定位）。与题干意思相符。故答案为A。

3.B。［解析］题干大意：黑洞的中心是空的。用中心词the center来定位。首段倒数第一句提到：“at the center of a black hole there is a single point in space with infinite（无限的）density（稠密）”（黑洞的中心是太空中的一个质量密度无限大的点）。所以说其中心不是一个洞，由此证明中心不是空的。故答案为B。

（二）The Threat to Kiribati

The people of Kiribati are afraid that one day in the not-too-distant future,their country will disappear from the face of the earth literally.Several times this year,the Pacific island nation has been flooded by a sudden high tide.These tides,which swept across the island and destroyed houses,came when there was neither wind nor rain.“This never happened before,”say the older citizens of Kiribati.

What is causing these mysterious high tides? The answer may well be global warming.When fuels like oil and coal are being burned,pollutants（污染物）are released.These pollutants trap heat in the earth's atmosphere.Warmer temperatures cause water to expand and also create more water by melting glaciers（冰川）and polar（极地的）ice caps.

［主旨大意］

这篇文章主要说明了全球变暖对于海上岛国的威胁。这些岛国希望工业化国家能够采取措施减少污染，否则甚至将面临更大的威胁。

［长难句结构简析］

1.第一段最后一句：These tides,which swept across the island and destroyed houses,came when there was neither wind nor rain.“This never happened before,”say the older citizens of Kiribati.

这两句话理解起来有点绕，可以慢慢看。

（1）which引导的是一个定语从句，它指代的是these tides,从句要表达的是“这些潮水横扫岛屿，破坏掉房屋”。

（2）when引导的是时间状语从句，说明事件发生的时间，从句要表达的是“这儿既没有风，也没有雨”。

（3）这句话翻译为：这些横扫岛屿、破坏房屋的潮水在既无风也无雨的时候来了。一位基里巴斯的老人说：“这从来都没有发生过。”

（4）引申义：老人说的从来没有发生过的事情——在无风无雨的天气涌来了潮水，它横扫了岛屿，破坏了房屋。从侧面说明，以前潮水到来的时候总是狂风暴雨。

2.第三段第二句：The coral（珊瑚）island nations of the Pacific,like Kiribati and the Marshall Islands,however,would face an even worse fate—they would be swallowed by the sea.这句话看起来比较分散，但是比较好理解。

（1）必须知道coral（珊瑚）island nations of the Pacific意为“太平洋海上的珊瑚岛”；like意为“像，例如”。

（2）however表示转折，face an even worse fate意为“面对更严重的命运”。

（3）they指代这些太平洋海上岛国，swallowed意为“被吞没”。

（4）这句话翻译为：像基里巴斯、马绍尔这样的岛国将面临更严峻的危机，它们很可能被海水吞没。

［答案解析］

1.A。［解析］题干大意：基里巴斯人民担心也许有一天他们的国家会被潮水卷走。文章开头首句提到：“The people of Kiribati are afraid that one day in the not-too-distant future,their country will disappear from the face of the earth literally.Several times this year,the Pacific island nation has been flooded by a sudden high tide”（基里巴斯人民担心将来有一天，他们的国家就会从地球表面消失。太平洋岛国今年已经几次遭到潮水的袭击）。题干所述与文章信息一致，故答案为A。

2.A。［解析］题干大意：当这儿风强雨大的时候，潮水经常袭击基里巴斯。文章第一段最后两句提到：“These tides,which swept across the island and destroyed houses,came when there was neither wind nor rain.‘This never happened before,’say the older citizens of Kiribati”（当无风无雨的时候这些潮水来了，一位老人说：“这以前从来都没有发生过”）。引申义：现在无风无雨也会出现潮水，而在过去只有大风大雨的时候才会出现潮水。故答案为A。

3.B。［解析］题干大意：燃烧石油和煤释放出的热量是全球变暖的直接原因。文章第二段提到：“When fuels like oil and coal are being burned,pollutants（污染物）are released.These pollutants trap heat in the earth's atmosphere”。意为：“当燃料（如石油和煤）被燃烧时，会释放污染物，这些污染物圈住地球大气层中的热量。这是引起全球变暖的一个原因”。而题干把它范围缩小，说成了直接原因。故答案为B。

4.B。［解析］题干大意：科学家不确定全球变暖将产生多么严重的后果。文章第三段提到：“If the trend continues,scientists say,many countries will suffer,would face an even worse fate”（如果这个形势继续下去，很多国家将会遭受或者面临更糟糕的命运）。也就是说，科学家们还是看到了全球变暖的严峻性。故答案为B。

5.C。［解析］题干大意：太平洋的珊瑚岛有很长的文明历史。文章第三段提到“The coral（珊瑚）island nations of the Pacific”（太平洋的珊瑚岛国），但是并没有提到它们有很长的文化历史。故答案为C。

6.C。［解析］题干大意：珊瑚岛国家的人对全球变暖无能为力。而文章没有提到任何有关珊瑚岛国家人的看法，故答案为C。

7.C。［解析］题干大意：一些工业化国家不愿意花钱减少污染。文章最后一句提到：“All they can do is to hope that industrialized countries will take steps to reduce pollution”（所有他们能做的就是希望工业化国家能够采取措施减少污染）。但是这并没有说明工业化国家不愿意花钱减少污染。故答案为C。

（二）Moderate Earthquake Strikes England

A moderate earthquake struck parts of southeast England on 28 April 2007，toppling chimneys from houses and rousing residents from their beds.Several thousand people were left without power in Kent County.One woman suffered minor head and neck injuries.

“It felt as if the whole house was being slid across like a fun-fair ride,”said the woman.

The British Geological Survey said the 4.3-magnitude quake struck at 8：19 a.m.and was centered under the English Channel,about 8.5 miles south of Dover and near the entrance to the Channel Tunnel.

Witnesses said cracks appeared in walls and chimneys collapsed across the county.Residents said the tremor had lasted for about 10 to 15 seconds.

“I was lying in bed and it felt as if someone had just got up from bed next to me,”said Hedrick van Eck,27，of Canterbury about 60 miles southeast of London.“I then heard the sound of cracking,and it was getting heavier and heavier.It felt as if someone was at the end of my bed hopping up and down.”

There are thousands of moderate quakes on this scale around the world each year,but they are rare in Britain.The April 28 quake was the strongest in Britain since 2002 when a 4.8-magnitude quake struck the central England city of Birmingham.

The country's strongest earthquake took place in the North Sea in 1931，measuring 6.1 on the Richter scale.British Geological Survey scientist Roger Musson said the quake took place on 28 April in an area that had seen several of the biggest earthquakes ever to strike Britain,including one in 1580 that caused damage in London and was felt in France.Musson predicted that it was only a matter of time before another earthquake struck this part of England.However,people should not be scared too much by this prediction,Musson aid,as the modern earthquake warning system of Britain should be able to detect a forthcoming quake and announce it several hours before it takes place.This would allow time for people to evacuate and reduce damage to the minimum.

（三）Own Your Children's Education

“Helping them isn't about showing your kids how to do the work.It's about being genuinely interested and having regular conversations about what they're learning,”says J.Gary Knowles,a professor at the Ontario Institute for Studies in Education,part of the University of Toronto.

Rozon has a slew of suggestions for how to get more involved.“Get to know the teacher.Discuss ways to tailor the assignments to your child's learning style.Spend time in the classroom.Ask for outlines of unit studies so you can find supplementary materials at the library or through videos.Read your child's textbooks:If you work a few pages ahead,you'll be able to help them with problems they encounter.”

“Reading is another must,”says Rozon.“Even after your children can read themselves,hearing somebody else read aloud is important.We nearly always have a book on the bed; we read for at least a half hour before bedtime.”

The more engaged a parent is,the more the child benefit,adds Bruce Arai.“The evidence is clear:Parental involvement is one of the most important factors in school success.”Arai cites the National Longitudinal Survey of Children and Youth sponsored by Human Resources Development Canada（HRDC），which is measuring all aspects of child development.“The hours children spend in class are but one element of their education.”states HRDC,which says parental support,along with teacher support and a positive attitude towards school,all contribute to academic success.

“I see every moment of every day as a learning experience.”says Goforth.“The most satisfying part of it is seeing the love of learning continued.I'm not squelching my children's desire to learn by insisting they learn.They learn because they want to.”

Adds Jeanne Lambert,mother of Carey Graham:“Make the time,take the time,guide,lead,and encourage.If nothing else,your children learn you care,and that's the most important lesson you can give them.”

（四）Winners and Losers

Why are the biggest winners in the past decade of trade globalization mostly in South and East Asia,whereas the biggest losers are mostly in the former Soviet bloc（集团）and sub-Saharan Africa? History is a partial guide:East Asia has a long trading tradition,lately reinvigorated（给以新的活力）by the Chinese adoption of market economics.The Soviet Union,on the other hand,was sheltered from free-market forces for more than 70 years.In Africa,some countries are disadvantaged because of inadequate infrastructure（基础结构）.Many countries have little to trade but commodities,the prices of which have fallen in recent years.

In some regions,certain countries have suffered by adopting misguided policies,often under pressure from International Monetary Fund.First among these is Russia,which in the early 1990s tried to embrace capitalism before first building the institutions that make capitalism work,such as an independent bank system,a system of business law,and all adequate method for collecting taxes.Encouraged by the IMF the World Bank and the US Department of the Treasury,President Boris Yeltsin's regime privatized the state owned industrial sector,creating a class of oligarchs（寡头政治集团成员），who knowing how unstable conditions were at home,sent their money abroad instead of investing it at home.

In contrast,China,the biggest winner from globalization,did not follow the IMF formula.Of the former states of the Soviet bloc,only a few,notably Poland and Hungary,managed to grow,which they did by ignoring IMF advice and adopting expansionary plans,including spending more than they collected in taxes.Botswana and Uganda are also success stories:despite their disadvantages,their countries achieved vigorous growth by creating stable civil societies,liberalizing trade and implementing reforms that ran counter to IMF prescriptions.

（五）Smoking

Since 1939，numerous studies have been conducted to determine whether smoking is a health hazard.The trend of the evidence has been consistent and indicates that there is a serious health risk.Research teams have conducted studies that show beyond all reasonable doubt that tobacco smoking is associated with a shortened life expectancy.

Cigarette smoking is believed by most research workers in this field to be an important factor in the development of cancer of the lungs and cancer of the throat and is believed to be related to cancer of some other organs of the body.Male cigarette smokers have a higher death rate from heart disease than non-smoking males.Female smokers are thought to be less affected because they do not breathe in the smoke so deeply.

Apart from statistics,it might be helpful to look at what tobacco does to the human body.Smoke is a mixture of gases,vaporized chemicals,minute particles of ash and other solids.There is also nicotine,which is powerful poison,and black tar.As smoke is breathed in,all those components will be from deposits on the membranes of the lungs.One point of concentration is where the air tube and bronchus divides.Most lung cancer begins at this point.

Filters and low tar tobacco are claimed to make smoking to some extent safer,but they can only slightly reduce,not eliminate the hazards.

今日总结

今日展望

今天是我们进入职称英语秒杀冲刺阶段的第三天。今天要和大家一起学习的是概括大意与完成句子这个题型。本部分为一篇300~450词的短文，短文后设置八个小题，共计8分，需要我们在大约10分钟之内的时间来完成该题。有两项测试任务：

1.短文后有六个段落小标题，要求根据文章的内容为其中指定的四个段落各选择一个正确的小标题；

2.短文后有四个不完整的句子，要求在所提供的六个选项中选择四个正确选项分别完成每个句子。

这两项测试任务主要考查应试者抓大意、掌握细节的阅读能力。其中，第一部分概括大意主要考查归纳段落主题思想的能力；第二部分完成句子主要考查掌握短文细节内容的能力。这两种题型基本能够从宏观和微观两个角度全面考查应试者的阅读技能。解答这类题目时，既要学会抓住中心大意，找出关键词，又要能够运用多种阅读技巧，从句子、语篇的层次把握文章的重要事实和细节。

接下来，我们就一起学习一些具体有效的解题方法与技巧，从而学会如何从宏观上抓大意以及如何从微观上把握文章细节。相信通过这部分的学习，大家一定会有所收获。

解题步骤

1.浏览短文大标题。

2.读选项。

3.重点阅读试题所考查的相应段落。

4.读一段话，找出主题句或自行概括大意，与选项比对，确定正确答案。

因为每个选项最多只能用一次，故一段话的答案确定后，将它的选项从选项列表中划掉，以免被误选为其他段落的小标题。


秒杀考点1：如何精读选项？

单刀直入

1.快速浏览阅读选项，重点是掌握其大意。

2.尤其要形成对核心词汇的短时记忆。

3.大标题中出现过的词不必作为核心词来记忆。

1.核心词即通常所说的实词，主要包括动词、名词、形容词、副词等。

在精读选项之后，建议大家一定要仔细审题，确定好究竟是文章中的哪几个段落需要概括大意。因为综观历年考试真题，其所考查段落不一定是连续的几个段落，为避免出现不必要的错误，事先确定好所考查的段落是非常有必要的。


秒杀考点2：如何找主题句？

单刀直入

首先，通过下面的表格，我们来看一下历年（2002—2014）职称英语考试理工类B级试题的概括大意与完成句子中所考原文段落主题句出现的位置。
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由此我们可以看出，近3/4的段落可以找到其主题句。主题句一般位于段落开头或结尾。这主要是因为英语段落的展开主要有两种方式：演绎法和归纳法。所谓演绎法，就是开门见山先提出论点，然后通过举例子论证论点，这时论点即段落主题句，一般出现在段首的第一句或第二句。而归纳法则是通过举例来归纳总结得出论点，这时论点即主题句会出现在段尾。掌握了这条规律，我们便可以轻而易举地概括出段落大意。

［温馨提示］

1.如果中心主题句是主从复合句，应重点看主句部分。

比如提到Although/While/Despite/Despite the fact…，中文意思是“虽然……但是……”，前面是个让步状语从句，后面是主句，要说明的观点在主句中。

2.如果主题句含有宾语从句时，重点应该看宾语从句。比如说如果主题句中有show,discover和suggest等词，应重点看其后的宾语从句。

3.中心主题句如果有“not only…but also…”，应重点看but also后面的句子。

4.问句一般不会是中心主题句，它会为中心主题句起抛砖引玉的作用。

5.举例一般不会是中心主题句。

The world economy has run into a brick wall.Despite countless warnings in recent years about the need to address a potential hunger crisis in poor countries and an energy crisis worldwide,world leaders failed to think ahead.The result is a global food crisis.Wheat,corn and rice prices have more than doubled in the past two years.And oil prices have increased more than three times since the start of 2004.These food price increases,combined with increasing energy costs,will slow if not stop economic growth in many parts of the world and will even affect political stability.

Practical solutions to these problems do exist,but we'll have to start thinking ahead and acting globally.Here are three steps to ease the current food crisis and avoid the potential for a global crisis.

The first is to promote the dramatic success of Malawi,a country in southern Africa,which three years ago established a special fund to help its farmers get fertilizer and seeds with high productivity.Malawi's harvest doubled after just one year.An international fund based on the Malawi model would cost a mere $10 per person annually in the rich world,or $10 billion altogether.

Second,the US and Europe should abandon their policies of paying partly for the change of food into biofuels.The US government gives farmers a taxpayer-financed payment of 51 cents per gallon of ethanol（乙醇）changed from corn.There may be a case for biofuels produced on lands that do not produce foods—tree crops,grasses and wood products—but there's no case for the government to pay to put the world's dinner into the gas tank.

Third,we urgently need to weather-proof the world's crops as soon and as effectively as possible.For a poor farmer,sometimes something as simple as a farm pond—which collects rainwater to be used in dry weather—can make the difference between a good harvest and a bad one.The world has already committed to establishing a Climate Adaptation Fund to help poor regions climate-proof vital economic activities such as food production and health care but has not yet acted upon the promise.

（二）Various Dictionaries

You're probably most familiar with college dictionaries,often called abridged dictionaries.Although abridged means“shortened”，these dictionaries contain more than 150，000 entries and provide detailed definitions that are sufficient for most college students and general users.College dictionaries also contain separate lists of abbreviations,biographical and geographical names,foreign words and phrases,and tables of measures.Webster's Ⅱ New Riverside University Dictionary and the American Heritage Dictionary of the English Language are college dictionaries.

Unabridged dictionaries contain as many as 500，000 entries and provide detailed definitions and extensive word histories（etymologies）.These dictionaries,possibly in several volumes and mostly found in libraries,are excellent sources for scholarly inquiries.Unabridged dictionaries include the Oxford English Dictionary and the Random House Dictionary of the English Language.

A dictionary entry has many elements:multiple definitions,syllabication,preferred spelling and pronunciation（some words have more than one acceptable spelling and pronunciation），and part-of-speech labels.Some entries also include plurals and capitalized forms,synonyms,antonyms,and derivatives.Americanisms and etymologies may be provided along with usage notes,cross-references,and idioms.

If you prefer using the dictionary on a computer,you can obtain CD-ROM versions of many major dictionaries.In addition,you can access numerous dictionaries,such as WWWebster's Dictionary,on the Internet.Online dictionaries allow you to enter a search word（you even get help with spelling）to see a definition,and sometimes even an illustration.Online dictionaries also offer additional features,such as word games,language tips,and amusing facts about words.Some online dictionary services allow you to access numerous dictionaries,both general and specialized,in one search.

Specialized dictionaries provide in-depth information about a certain field.For example,there are dictionaries for the specialized vocabularies of law,computer technology,and medicine.In addition,there are dictionaries of synonyms,clichés,slang,and even regional expressions,such as the Dictionary of American Regional English（DARE）.There are also dictionaries of foreign languages,famous people's names,literary characters' names and place names.

（三）The Domestication of Horses

Domestic（驯养的）horses now pull ploughs,race in the Kentucky Derby,and carry police.But early horses weren't tame（驯服的）enough to perform these kinds of tasks.Scientists think the first interactions humans had with horses were far different from those today.Thousands of years ago,people killed the wild horses that lived around them for food.Over time,people began to catch the animals and raise them.This was the first step in domestication.

As people began to tame and ride horses,they chose to keep those animals that had more desirable characteristics.For example,people may have chosen to keep horses that had a gentle personality so they could be ridden more easily.People who used horses to pull heavy loads would have chosen to keep stronger animals.Characteristics like strength are partly controlled by the animals' genes.So as the domesticated horses reproduced,they passed the characteristics on to their young.Each new generation of houses would show more of these chosen characteristics.

Modern day horse breeds come in a wide variety of shapes and sizes.This variety didn't exist in the horse population before domestication.The Shetland horse is one of the smallest breeds—typically reaching only one meter tall.With short,strong legs,the animals were bred to pull coal out of mine shafts（矿井）with low ceilings.Huge horses like the Clydesdale came on the scene around 1700.People bred these heavy,tall horses to pull large vehicles used for carrying heavy loads.

The domestication of horses has had great effects on societies.For example,horses were important tools in the advancement of modern agriculture.Using them to pull ploughs and carry heavy loads allowed people to farm more efficiently.Before they were able to ride horses,humans had to cross land on foot.Riding horses allowed people to travel far greater distance in much less time.That encouraged populations living in different areas to interact with one another.The new form of rapid transportation helped cultures spread around the world.

（四）Almost Human?

Scientists are racing to build the world's first thinking robot.This is not science fiction:some say they will have made it by the year 2020.Carol Packer reports machines that walk,speak and feel are no longer science fiction.

Kismet is the name of an android（机器人）which scientists have built at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology（MIT）.Kismet is different from the traditional robot because it can show human emotions.Its eyes,ears and lips move to show when it feels happy,sad or bored.Kismet is one of the first of a new generation of androids—robots that look like human beings—which can imitate human feelings.Cog,another android invented by the MIT,imitates the action of a mother.However,scientists admit that so far Cog has the mental ability of a two-year-old.

The optimists（乐观主义者）say that by the year 2020 we will have created humanoids（机器人）with brains similar to those of all adult human being.These robots will be designed to look like people to make them more attractive and easier to sell to the public.

What kind of jobs will they do? In the future,robots like Robonaut,a humanoid invented by NASA,will be doing dangerous jobs,like repairing space stations.They will also be doing more and more of the household work for us.In Japan,scientists are designing androids that will entertain us by dancing and playing the piano.

Some people worry about what the future holds.Will robots become monsters（怪物）? Will people themselves become increasingly like robots? Experts predict that more and more people will be wearing micro-computers,connected to the Internet,in the future.People will have micro-chips in various parts of their body,which will connect them to a wide variety of gadgets（小装置）.Perhaps we should not exaggerate（夸大）the importance of technology,but one wonders whether,in years to come,we will still be falling in love,and whether we will still feel pain.Who knows?

（五）Verne's Accurate Preview of the Future

Since the beginning of time,man has been interested in the moon.The Romans designed a special day to show admiration and respect to the moon.They called it“Moonday”，or“Monday”，as we know it today.Later,the great mind of Leonardo da Vinci studied the moon and designed a machine to carry a human to the moon.Leonardo said that one day a great machine bird would take a person to the moon and bring great honour to the home where it was born.

Four and a half centuries later,Leonardo's idea was realized.Apollo Ⅱ took three Americans Collins,Aldrin,and Armstrong to the moon.The mission（任务）did fill the whole world with great surprise,as Leonardo had said it would.Numerous essays,articles,and books were written about man's first moon mission.But perhaps the most interesting story was one written before the event over 100 years before.

In 1865，French author Jules Verne wrote a story about the first journey to the moon.His story was very similar to the 1969 Apollo Ⅱ mission.Verne's spacecraft also contained three men—two Americans and a Frenchman.The spacecraft was described as being almost the same size as Apollo Ⅱ.The launch（发射）site in Verne's story was also in Florida.The spacecraft in Verne's story was named the“Columbiad”.The Apollo Ⅱ command ship was called“Columbia”.His account of sending the spacecraft into the space could easily have been written about how Apollo Ⅱ was sent into the space.

Verne's story was the same as the actual event in several other respects.The speed of Verne's spacecraft was 36，000 feet per second; Apollo's was 35，533 feet per second.Verne's spacecraft took 97 hours to reach the moon; Apollo's time was 103 hours.Like Apollo's spacemen,Verne's spacemen took pictures of the moon's surface,relaxed on their seats,cooked with gas,and experienced weightlessness.They too came down in the Pacific and were picked up by an American warship.

What were the reasons for Jules Verne's extreme accuracy in describing an event 100 years or more before it actually occurred? He based his writings on the laws of physics and astronomy（天文学）.Nineteenth-century science and the vivid Verne's imagination gave people an unbelievably accurate preview of one of the greatest events of the 20th century.

今日展望

职称英语考试中的阅读理解（三篇短文，共计45分），在六个题型中是最重要的题型，分值占到总分的45%。阅读理解把握得怎么样，直接决定能不能及格。由此可见阅读理解部分的重要性。考生可针对常见的六大题型积极准备，各个击破。今天我们主要分析三个题型：主旨题、细节题和猜词题。


秒杀考点1：如何攻克“主旨题”？

单刀直入

主旨题是阅读理解中最常见的题型之一。这是职称英语阅读理解考试的基本能力：掌握所读材料的主旨和大意。关于文章主旨大意的考题主要有以下三种类型：

1.Main Purpose类型：此类考题要求考生找到作者的写作目的。常见的问题形式有：

（2）段落主旨题：可借助段落段首句或段落结尾处的句子，以及/或段落中出现的具体例子综合判断段落主题，选择答案。

2.关键词法：寻找标志性的关键词、提示词、转折词等，如but,however,although等。

［温馨提示］凡是含有大标题或大标题中关键词的选项往往就是正确答案。

Cell Phones:Hang up or Keep Talking?

Millions of people are using cell phones today.In many places it is actually considered unusual not to use one.In many countries,cell phones are very popular with young people.They find that the phones are more than a means of communication—having a mobile phone shows that they are cool and connected.

The explosions around the world in mobile phone use make some health professional worried.Some doctors are concerned that in the future many people may suffer health problems from the use of mobile phones.In England,there has been a serious debate about this issue.Mobile phone companies are worried about the negative publicity of such ideas.They say that there is no proof that mobile phones are bad for your health.

On the other hand,why do some medical studies show changes in the brain cells of some people who use mobile phones? Signs of change in the issues of the brain and head can be detected with modern scanning（扫描）equipment.In one case,a traveling salesman had to retire at a young age because of serious memory loss.He couldn't remember even simple tasks.He would often forget the name of his own son.This man used to talk on his mobile phone for about six hours a day,every day of his working week,for a couple of years.His family doctor blamed his mobile phone use,but his employer's doctor didn't agree.

What is it that makes mobile phones potentially harmful? The answer is radiation.High-tech machines can detect very small amounts of radiation from mobile phones.Mobile phone companies agree that there is some radiation,but they say the amount is too small to worry about.

As the discussion about their safety continues,it appears that it's best to use mobile phones less often.Use your regular phone if you want to talk for a long time.Use your mobile phone only when you really need it.Mobile phones can be very useful and convenient,especially in emergencies.In the future,mobile phones may have a warning label that says they are bad for your health.So for now,it's wise not to use your mobile phone too often.（2011年）

35.D。［解析］从题干的The writer's purpose of writing this article is可以看出，此题为“Main Purpose”类型的主旨题，根据文章最后一段的总结句“So for now,it's wise not to use your mobile phone too often”，考生可以轻易地得出结论，作者的目的是建议人们尽量减少手机的使用。故正确答案为D。

Achilles' heel

在确定文章的主旨思想时，选项的内容既不能太具体也不能太笼统。在选择和确定主旨思想时，题中给出的四个选择项往往都是事实，要求考生从中选出最能概括文章主旨思想的一项作为正确答案。在这方面考生容易犯以下两种错误：一种是把主题的一部分看成是文章的“主旨思想”，这样选择的“主旨思想”太具体，不能准确地概括出整个文章或段落的主旨思想。另一种是在表达作者的主旨思想时，词语概括的范围太大、太笼统，超出了作者的本意。

在设计主旨题时，出题人往往会设置各种各样的干扰信息来扰乱考生的思路，使得考生与正确选项失之交臂。考生要牢记一点：主旨题正确选项概括归纳的信息应与文中给出的信息完全匹配。即如下图所示：
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而不正确的干扰选项通常有以下三种：

1.以偏概全：指只给出局部信息。这种形式的干扰选项最为常见。如给出某个自然段的细节或某个自然段的大意。即如下图所示：
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2.概括过宽：指选项中所给出的信息超出文中所给出的信息。即如下图所示：
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3.无关信息：指文中未提到或无法推断出来的信息。即如下图所示：

例证题通常以example,for example,for instance,such as和as等为标志性词语，常见的问题形式有：

在阅读原文的过程中，遇到上述标志性的词语就标示出来，便于查找。

［温馨提示］例子前后所出现的说明性或总结性的句子，往往就是答案；这些说明性或总结性的句子前有时会伴有提示词，如but,therefore,in a word等。

3.数字题

对于按时间顺序组织的文章，文中出现年代或时间的频率较高，故容易出与数字相关的考题。考生应在阅读原文的同时，圈画出有关的数字信息，便于查找。考题可能直接考查数字、年代或时间，也可能会涉及一些简单的计算，考生只要圈画好重点数字，就可快速找出答案。

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真题回放

On the Trial of the Honey Badger

On a recent field trip to the Kalahari Desert,a team of researchers learnt a lot more about honey badgers. The team employed a local wildlife expert,Kitso Khama,to help them locate and follow the badgers across the desert. Their main aim was to study the badgers' movements and behavior as discreetly as possible without frightening them away or causing them to change their natural behavior. They also planned to trap a few and study them close up before releasing them. In view of the animal's reputation,this was something that even Khama was reluctant to do.

“The problem with honey badgers is they are naturally curious animals,especially when they see something new.”he says.“That,combined with their unpredictable nature,can be a dangerous mixture. If they sense you have food,for example,they won't be shy about coming right up to you for something to eat. They're actually quite sociable creatures around humans,but as soon as they feel they might be in danger,they can become extremely vicious. Fortunately this is rare,but it does happen.”

The research confirmed many things that were already known. As expected,honey badgers ate any creatures they could catch and kill. Even poisonous snakes,feared and avoided by most other animals, were not safe from them. The researchers were surprised,however,by the animal's fondness for local melons,probably because of their high water content. Previously researchers thought that the animal got all of its liquid requirements from its prey. The team also learnt that,contrary to previous research findings,the badgers occasionally formed loose family groups. They were also able to confirm certain results from previous research,including the fact that female badgers never socialised with each other.

Following some of the male badgers was a challenge,since they can cover large distances in a short space of time. Some hunting territories cover more than 500 square kilometers. Although they seem happy to share these territories with other males,there are occasional fights over an important food source,and male badgers can be as aggressive towards each other as they are towards other species.

As the badgers became accustomed to the presence of people,it gave the team the chance to get up close to them without being the subject of the animals' curiosity—or their sudden aggression. The badgers' eating patterns,which had been disrupted,returned to normal. It also allowed the team to observe more closely some of the other creatures that form working associations with the honey badger,as these seemed to adopt badgers' relaxed attitude when near humans. （2013年）

Achilles' heel

细节题是考查考生对于细节信息的理解，因此细节定位就很重要。做题时大家应该找到这道题在文章中的位置，仔细阅读该句或段再判断答案。切记不要只凭印象或个人对该问题的认识来选择选项，因为出题人会设置一些你认为很合理却和文章叙述不符的干扰选项。例如：

［归纳拓展］考生切忌片面，避免受到干扰项的影响。此外，细节题出题的顺序一般都是和文章的叙述顺序一致，故也可以先读题干部分的问题，然后带着问题读文章，以便准确找到该题目的相关段落。对于较难的细节题，可以运用排除法。

Youth Emancipation in Spain

The Spanish Government is so worried about the number of young adults still living with their parents that it has decided to help them leave the nest.

Around 55 percent of people aged 18-34 in Spain still sleep in their parents' homes,says the latest report from the country's state-run Institute of Youth.

To coax（劝诱）young people from their homes,the Institute started a“Youth Emancipation（解放）”program this month.The program offers guidance in finding rooms and jobs.

Economists blame young people's family dependence on the precarious（不稳定的）labor market and increasing housing prices.Housing prices have risen 17 percent a year since 2000.

Cultural reasons also contribute to the problem,say sociologists（社会学家）.Family ties in south Europe—Italy,Portugal and Greece—are stronger than those in middle and north Europe,said Spanish sociologist Almudena Moreno Minguez in her report“The Late Emancipation of Spanish Youth:Key for Understanding”.

“In general,young people in Spain firmly believe in the family as the main body around which their private life is organized.”said Minguez.

In Spain—especially in the countryside,it is not uncommon to find entire groups of aunts,uncles,cousins,nieces and nephews（外甥/侄子）all living on the same street.They regularly get together for Sunday dinner.

Parents' tolerance is another factor.Spanish parents accept late-night partying and are wary of setting bedtime rules.

“A child can arrive home at whatever time he wants.If parents complain he'll put up a fight and call the father a fascist,”said Jose Antonio Gomez Yanez,a sociologist at Carlos Ⅲ University in Madrid.

Mothers' willingness to do children's household chores（家务）worsens the problem.Dionisio Masso,a 60-year-old in Madrid,has three children in their 20s.The eldest,28，has a girlfriend and a job.But life with mum is good.

“His mum does the wash and cooks for him; in the end,he lives well.”Masso said.（2009年）

［正确答案］A。根据下文叙述的he got angry again可知，之前这个男孩的父亲是已经生过气了，再结合上下文，就可以确定答案为A。

［归纳拓展］1.猜词题中常常会有干扰答案的选项，这些干扰项看上去与所考查的单词拼写相近或者意义相近，或者答案放在原文中在逻辑上和常识上都没有问题，但是经过仔细推敲发现并不符合上下文。考生要避免受到这些选项的干扰。

2.正确答案中一般不会有任何绝对性的单词或词组；如果四个选项中出现了意义相反的两个单词或词组，那么正确答案必定是这两个选项中的一个，故可以排除掉另外两个选项，提高答题的正确率。

（一）Walking to Exercise the Brain

Do you think sitting and studying all the time will improve your grades? Think again.Getting some exercise may help,too.New research with older people suggests that taking regular walks helps them pay attention better than if they didn't exercise.

Previous research had shown that mice learn,remember,and pay attention better after a few weeks of working out on a running wheel.Mice that exercise have greater blood flow to the brain than those who don't.Their brain cells also make more connections.

Neuroscientists from the University at Urbana-Champaign wanted to find out if the same thing is true for people.First,they measured the physical fitness of 41 adults,ages 58 to 77，after each person walked 1 mile.Then,participants looked at arrows on a computer screen and had to use computer keys to show which way one particular arrow was pointing.Adults who were physically fit were faster at the arrow task,and their answers were just as accurate as their less-fit peers,the researchers found.The fitter participants also had more blood flow to a part of their brain responsible for paying attention and making decisions.

In a second study,15 elderly people who completed a 6-month aerobic-training course were faster at attention tasks compared with 14 seniors who just did stretching and toning exercises for the same amount of time.

So,even going for a walk every 2 or 3 days for just 10 to 45 minutes can help.That should be good news for your grandparents.

The effects of exercising on the brains of younger people haven't been studied yet.Still,it can't hurt to take occasional study breaks and go for a walk or run around with your friends.You might even do better in school.

Whatever you do,though,don't try to read and walk at the same time.You could end up hurting yourself!

（二）Blackmarket for Guns

As Americas digest the news of another gun atrocity,a mall shooting in Nebraska on December 5th
 ,they cannot be blamed for thinking that guns are in too ready supply.But an article in the latest Economic Journal suggests that the demand for illegal guns,at least,is not met as easily as people might fear.Sudhir Venkatesh,now of Columbia University,has talked to 132 gang-members,77 prostitutes,116 gun-owning youths,23 gun-dealers and numerous other denizens of Chicago's Grand Boulevard and Washington Park neighborhoods.He did not find many satisfied customers.

Chicago has unusually tough restrictions on legal handguns.Even so the black market is surprisingly“thin”，attracting relatively few buyers and sellers.The authors reckon that the 48，000 residents of the two neighborhoods buy perhaps 1，400 guns a year,compared with at least 200，000 cocaine purchases.Underground brokers sell guns for $150，350，a mark-up of perhaps 200% over the legal price.They also demand a fee of $30-50 for orchestrating the deal.Even then,30%-40% of the transactions fall through because the seller cannot secure a gun,gets cold feet or cannot agree on a location for the deal.

Buyers also find it hard to verify the quality of the merchandise.They often know little about the weapons they covet.“Tony”，who owns a 38 caliber handgun,learnt how to use his weapon by fiddling with it.He even put a stone in it.“Did it fire?”Mr.Venkatesh asked.“I'm not sure.I think it did,”Tony said.

Fortunately for Tony and his peers,their rivals and the victims of crime cannot tell if their guns work any better than they can.Often,showing the“bulge”is enough to gain the respect of rival gangs.In robberies brandishing the weapon will usually do.Storekeepers do not wait for proof that it works.

Markets can overcome thinness,the paper says; they can also overcome illegality.But they cannot overcome both.A thin market must rely on advertising or a centralized exchange:eBay,for example,has dedicated pages matching sellers of imitation pearl pins or Annette Funicello bears to the few,scattered buyers that can be found.But such solutions are too cumbersome and conspicuous for an underground market.The drugs market,by contrast,slips through the law's fingers because of the natural density of drug transactions.Dealers can always find customers on their doorstep,and buyers can reassure themselves about suppliers through repeated custom.There are no fixed and formal institutions that the police could easily throttle.

Indeed,the authors argue that the gun market may be threadbare partly because the drug market is so plump.Gang-leaders are wary of gun-dealing because the extra police scrutiny that guns attract would jeopardize their earnings from coke and dope.Even Chicago's gang-leaders have to worry about the effect of crime on commerce.

4.C。［解析］细节考查题。答案参见最后一段。文章指出，研究者认为枪支市场惨淡的部分原因在于毒品市场交易的兴旺，匪徒头子对于枪支交易非常警觉，因为他们害怕枪支会使得警察加强调查，这样就会危及其毒品交易的收入。故正确答案为C。

Lewis and his co-workers carried out their study by videotaping the families while they ate ordinary meals in their own homes.They found that parents with small families talk actively with each other and their children.But as the number of children gets larger,conversation gives way to the parents' efforts to control the loud noise they make.That can have an important effect on the children.“In general the more question-asking the parents do,the higher the children's IQ scores,”Lewis says.“And the more children there are,the less question-asking there is.”

The study also provides an explanation for why middle children often seem to have a harder time in life than their siblings.Lewis found that in families with three or four children,dinner conversation is likely to center on the oldest child,who has the most to talk about,and the youngest,who needs the most attention.“Middle children are invisible,”says Lewis.“When you see someone get up from the table and walk around during dinner,chances are that it's the middle child.”There is,however,one thing that stops all conversation and prevents anyone from having attention:“When the TV is on,”Lewis says,“dinner is a non-event.”

（二）Global Warming

At the Kyoto conference on global warming in December 1997，it became abundantly clear how complex it has become to work out international agreements relating to the environment because of economic concerns unique to each country.It is no longer enough to try to forbid certain activities or to reduce emissions of certain substances.The global challenges of the interlink between the environment and development increasingly bring us to the core of the economic life of states.During the late 1980s we were able,through international agreements,to make deep cuts in emissions harmful to the ozone layer.These reductions were made possible because substitutions had been found for many of the harmful chemicals and,more important,because the harmful substances could be replaced without negative effects on employment and the economies of states.

Although the threat of global warming has been known to the world for decades and all countries and leaders agree that we need to deal with the problem,we also know that the effects of measures,especially harsh measures taken in some countries,would be nullified（抵消）if others countries do not control their emissions.Whereas the UN team on climate change has found that the emissions of carbon dioxide would have to be cut globally by 60% to stabilize the content of CO2 in the atmosphere,this path is not feasible for several reasons.Such deep cuts would cause a breakdown of the world economy.Important and populous（人口众多的）low or medium income countries are not yet willing to undertake legal commitments about their energy uses.In addition,the state of world technology would not yet permit us to make such a big leap.

We must,however,find a solution to the threat of global warming early in the 21st century.Such a commitment would require a degree of shared vision and common responsibilities new to humanity.Success lies in the force of imaginations,in imagining what would happen if we fail to act.Although many living in cold regions would welcome the global warming effect of a warmer summer,few would cheer the arrival of the subsequent diseases,especially where there had been none.

（三）The Now Rich and the Old Rich

Though it is mere 1 to 3 percent of the population,the upper class possesses at least 25 percent of the nation's wealth.This class has two segments:upper-upper and lower-upper.Basically,the upper-upper class is the“old rich”—families that have been wealthy for several generations and aristocracy of birth and wealth.Their names are in the Social Register,a listing of acceptable members of high society.A few are known across the nation,such as the Rockfellers,Roosevelts,and Vanderbilts.Most are not visible to the general public.They live in grand seclusion（深居简出），drawing their income from the investment of their inherited wealth.In contrast,the lower-upper class is the“new rich”.Although they may be wealthier than some of the old rich,the new rich have hustled（急于做）to make their money like everybody else beneath their class.Thus their prestige is generally lower than that of the old rich,who have not found it necessary to lift a finger to make their money,and who tend to look down upon the new rich.

However its wealth is acquired,the upper class is very,very rich.They have enough money and leisure time to cultivate an interest in the arts and to collect rare books,painting,and sculpture.They generally live in exclusive areas,belong to exclusive social clubs,communicate with each other,and marry their own kind—all of which keeps them so distant from the masses that they have been called the out-of-sight class.They also command an enormous amount of power and influence here and abroad,as they hold many top government positions,run the Council on foreign relations,and control multinational corporations.Their actions affect the lives of millions.

今日展望

职称英语考试中的阅读理解（三篇短文，共计45分），在六个题型中是最重要的题型，分值占到总分的45%。阅读理解能把握得怎么样，直接决定能不能及格。由此可见阅读理解部分的重要性。考生可针对常见的六大题型积极准备，各个击破。今天我们主要分析阅读理解的另外三个子题型：推理题、态度题和逻辑题。


秒杀考点1：如何制胜“推理题”？

单刀直入

推理题主要考查考生理解字面意思，并且根据所读材料进行一定判断和推论的能力。解答推理题要以表面文字信息为依据，进一步推理出答案。推理题通常有两种类型：

第一步，寻找标志词，如imply,infer,concluded和learn from等，确定为推理题；

第二步，根据题干返回原文找到相关的句子或段落；

第三步，读懂原文后，对比选项，排除不正确的；

第四步，能够由原文表面文字信息合理推出来的、对相关句进行同义改写或综合概括的选项即为正确答案。

［温馨提示］既然是推理题，那么答案不能一字不差地照搬原文词句，而应对原文词句作同义改写或引申。这种改写和引申可以通过利用同义词、改变原句顺序或结构等方式完成。

The Iceman

On a September day in 1991，two Germans were climbing the mountains between Austria and Italy.High up on a mountain pass,they found the body of a man lying on the ice.At that height（10，499 feet,or 3，200 meters），the ice is usually permanent,but 1991 had been an especially warm year.The mountain ice had melted more than usual and so the body had come to the surface.

It was lying face downward.The skeleton（骨架）was in perfect condition,except for a wound in the head.There was still skin on the bones and the remains of some clothes.The hands were still holding the wooden handle of an ax and on the feet there were very simple leather and cloth boots.Nearby was a pair of gloves made of tree bark（树皮）and a holder for arrows.

Who was this man? How and when had he died? Everybody had a different answer to these questions.Some people thought that it was from this century,perhaps the body of a soldier who died in World War Ⅰ，since several soldiers had already been found in the area. A Swiss woman believed it might be her father,who had died in those mountains twenty years before and whose body had never been found.The scientists who rushed to look at the body thought it was probably much older,maybe even a thousand years old.

With modern dating techniques,the scientists soon learned that the Iceman was about 5，300 years old.Bom in about 3，300 B.C.，he lived during the Bronze Age in Europe.At first scientists thought he was probably a hunter who had died from an accident in the high mountains.More recent evidence,however,tells a different story.A new kind of X-ray shows an arrowhead still stuck in his shoulder.It left only a tiny hole in his skin,but it caused internal damage and bleeding.He almost certainly died from this wound,and not from the wound on the back of his head.This means that he was probably in some kind of a battle.It may have been part of a larger war,or he may have been fighting bandits.He may even have been a bandit himself.

By studying his clothes and tools,scientists have already learned a great deal from the Iceman about the times he lived in.we may never know the full story of how he died,but he has given us important clues to the history of those distant times.（2010年）

［归纳拓展］考生在解答推理题的时候，一定要在文章事实或上下文（句）逻辑基础上进行推理而得出观点。切不可凭空想象。一定要忠实于原文，同时，也要以文章提供的事实或内在逻辑为基础进行推理，不能推理过头，概括过度。

（2）粗略浏览题干，没有区分题干是考查作者的态度还是文中其他人的态度，或者没有区分是作者的态度还是作者引用别人的态度。

（3）有些考生会把自己主观的态度加入其中。

［归纳拓展］此题根据上下文中作者对于该项目的描述，可以看出作者是持积极的态度的。A项符合题意，故正确答案为A。但是一部分考生可能会根据自己的主观态度选择其他三项。故在解答态度题时，考生要注意不要受到自己主观因素的影响。


秒杀考点3：如何搞定“逻辑题”？

单刀直入

逻辑题在于考查考生既理解个别句子的意义，也理解上下文之间逻辑关系的能力。在阅读理解部分中，很多题目都是用于考查这一能力的。虽然题干的形式和措辞往往没有固定形式，但这一类题目要求考生准确理解一些有关联的句子之间的种种逻辑关系（例如概括和举例说明、前因后果、行为动机、比较、条件或让步等）。

［温馨提示］可以这样认为，逻辑题在某种程度上涵盖了其他五种题型，因为无论是主旨题、细节题、猜词题、推理题还是态度题，都可能在一定程度上考查了考生对于上下文之间逻辑关系的把握能力。常见的问题形式有：

每篇文章的各个句子之间、各个段落之间都存在一定的逻辑关系。借助上下文之间的逻辑关系，考生能够更好地理解文章主旨、大意。文章中的逻辑关系主要包括列举、原因、结果、让步、对照、补充、时间顺序、目的及条件等。而这些逻辑关系又是使用逻辑词来表达的，没有适当的逻辑词，文章就会语意模糊不清，难以成文。故考生应熟记表达各种不同逻辑关系的词，如下表所示：
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对于逻辑题，考生要注意在阅读时寻找这些逻辑词、过渡词或者固定搭配，充分利用连接上下文的过渡词与指代词提供的语篇连接线索，看懂句子之间、段落之间的关系，了解作者的思路和观点。这样就能轻而易举地解答出题者针对文章中出现的重要逻辑关系的语句所出的题目。

Youth Emancipation in Spain

The Spanish government is so worried about the number of young adults still living with their parents that it has decided to help them leave the nest.

Around 55 percent of people aged 18-34 in Spain still sleep in their parents' homes,says the latest report from the country's state-run Institute of Youth.

To coax（劝诱）young people from their homes,the institute started a“Youth Emancipation（解放）program”this month.The program offers guidance in finding rooms and jobs.

Economists blame young people's family dependence on the precarious（不稳定的）labour market and increasing housing prices.Housing prices have risen 17 percent a year since 2000.

Cultural reasons also contribute to the problem,say sociologists（社会学家）.Family ties in south Europe—Italy,Portugal and Greece—are stronger than those in middle and north Europe,said Spanish sociologist Almudena Moreno Minguez in her report“The Late Emancipation of Spanish Youth:Keys for Understanding”.

“In general,young people in Spain firmly believe in the family as the main body around which their private life is organized,”said Minguez.

Parents' tolerance（宽容）is another factor.Spanish parents accept late-night par-tying and are wary of setting bedtime rules.

（一）Adaptation of Living Things

Certain animals and plants develop characteristics that help them cope with their environment better than others of their kind.This natural biological process is called adaptation.Among the superior characteristics developed through adaptation are those that may help in getting food or shelter,in providing protection,and in producing and protecting the young.That results in the evolution of more and more organisms that are better fitted to their environments.

Each living thing is adapted to its way of life in a general way,but each is adapted especially to its own distinct class.A plant,for example,depends upon its roots to fix itself firmly and to absorb water and inorganic chemicals.It depends upon its green leaves for using the sun's energy to make food from inorganic chemicals.These are general adaptations,common to most plants.In addition,there are special adaptations that only certain kinds of plants have.

Many animals have adaptations that help them escape from their enemies.Some insects are hidden by their body color or shape,and many look like a leaf or a little branch.The coats of deer are colored to mix with the surroundings.Many animals have the ability to remain completely still when an enemy is near.

Organisms have a great variety of ways of adapting.They may adapt in their structure,function,and genetics; in their development and production of the young; and in other respects.An organism may create its won environment,as do warm-blooded mammals,which have the ability to adjust body heat exactly to maintain their ideal temperature despite changing weather.Usually adaptations are an advantage,but sometimes an organism is so well adapted to a particular environment that,if conditions change,it finds it difficult or impossible to readapt to the new conditions.

（二）Philip Glass' Works

Imagine how much sleep future musicologists will lose over Philip Glass.Throughout his career he has changed his scores to suit the circumstances,trimming them for recordings,for example,because he believes that nonvisual performances benefit from（relative）concision.The notion of an immutable,sacrosanct urtext—the very thing musicologists sift historical evidence hoping to establish—is entirely alien to him.

Still,you would think that if Mr.Glass held anything sacred,it would be the structure and format of“Einstein on the Beach”.At that opera's premiere in 1976，and in its 1984 and 1992 revivals,“Einstein”played for five hours with no intermission.Free of narrative but rich in associations and imagery—Einstein as a madly ecstatic violinist but also as the father of nuclear power—the work unfolded inexorably,its repeated musical phrases creating rhythmic wheels within wheels.The libretto,mostly numbers,solfege syllables and quirky,stream-of-consciousness spoken texts,works its own hypnotic spell.Listeners were free to come and go as they pleased,but some of the work's power came from its relentlessness,to say nothing of the quirkiness of Robert Wilson's staging.

The version that Mr.Glass and his ensemble presented at Carnegie Hall on Thursday evening swept away the elements that made the work a happening and transformed it into a concert piece:three hours long,with an intermission and with formal seating rules in force.The breadth of the work was presented,if not its full sweep.The two-hour trim was accomplished by deleting sections from all but a few scenes.Some trims were noticeable:Lucinda Childs's tale of the multicolored bathing cap was intact,as were the quotations from Carole King's“I Feel the Earth Move,”but Mr.Bojangles was evicted from this version.

Musically,the score survived the trims and might even have benefited from them:The brisker movement from one section to the next highlighted the degree of inventiveness that drives this piece and pointed up passages of real beauty.In“Knee Play 3”，for example,the unaccompanied chorus sings streams of numbers,yet the music has the grandeur of a sacred setting much of the time and,at others,the energy of a symphonic presto.And Tim Fain,the violinist,gave the solo passages in the second,fourth and fifth“Knee Plays”and in the climactic,swirling“Spaceship Interior”scene an electrifying,virtuosic workout.

Some of the work's magic is in the way its elements pull in opposite directions.The repetition of short phrases,on one hand,can be soporific; yet the wheezing keyboard and woodwind textures and the bursts of choral counting,with sibilants creating their own rhythmic patterns,are invigorating.And because the performance is heavily amplified,timbres seem to melt together:Is that repeating fragment a voice,a violin or the top notes of the organ figure? The ensemble,which included musicians who have been with Mr.Glass from the early days as well as newcomers,gave the score a tight,high-energy reading.

1.A。［解析］细节考查题。文中指出，格拉斯的作品会因环境、时代的变化作出许多变动，他不相信那种永恒不变的文本，这也就可能是未来音乐学家要耗费许多精力在他身上的原因。故正确答案为A。

2.C。［解析］细节考查题。答案参见第三段最后一句“but Mr.Bojangles was evicted from this version”，故正确答案为C。此题考生要注意避免受到干扰项的影响。演出的版本删去了两个小时，在说明删节的内容时，作者却指出了一些完整的情节，这一点容易让考生混淆。

3.A。［解析］细节考查题。选项B、C、D均可在原文中找到，故正确答案为A。此外，第二段提到新版本被删去了两个小时，其结构和形式应该发生了变化。由此也可以推断出正确答案为A。

4.D。［解析］细节考查题。答案参见最后一段。选项A、B、C都是描述这部作品的特点的一个方面，而选项D以简单凝练的语言概括了这些特点，故正确答案为D。

5.D。［解析］主旨题。通过阅读整篇文章，可以看出这篇文章主要介绍了格拉斯先生的作品，故正确答案为D。本文并未对两个版本进行比较，故选项A不正确；选项B离题甚远；选项C也只是文章的一部分内容，不能涵盖整个文章的主旨。

Lateral thinking（迂回思维），first described by Edward de Bono in 1967，is just a few years older than Edward's son.You might imagine that Caspar was raised to be an adventurous thinker,but de Bono name was so famous,Casper's parents worried that any time he would say something bright at school,his teachers might snap,“Where do you get that idea from?”

“We had to be careful and not overdo it,”Edward admits.Now Casper is at Oxford—which once looked unlikely because he is also slightly dyslexic（诵读困难）.In fact,when he was applying to Oxford,none of his school teachers thought he had a chance.“So then we did several thinking sessions,”his father says,“using my techniques and,when he went up for the exam,he did extremely well.”Soon after,Edward de Bono decided to write his latest book,“Teach Your Children How to Think”，in which he transforms the thinking skills he developed for brain-storming businessmen into informal exercises for parents and children to share.

Thinking is traditionally regarded as something executed in a logical sequence,and everybody knows that children aren't very logical.So isn't it an uphill battle,trying to teach them to think?“You know,”Edward de Bono says,“if you examine people's thinking,it is quite unusual to find faults of logic.But the faults of perception are huge! Often we think ineffectively because we take too limited a view.”

“Teach Your Child How to Think”offers lessons in perception improvement,of clearly seeing the implications of something you are saying and of exploring the alternatives.

（二）The Effects of Global Warming on Weather

There are hidden factors which scientists call“feedback mechanisms”.No one knows quite how they will interact with the changing climate.Here's one example:plants and animals adapt to climate change over centuries.At the current estimate of half a degree centigrade of warming per decade,vegetation（植物）may not keep up.Climatologist James Hansen predicts climate zones will shift toward the poles by 50 to 75 kilometers a year—faster than trees can naturally migrate.Species that find themselves in an unfamiliar environment will die.The 100-kilometer-wide strip of forest running through Canada,the USSR and Scandinavia could be cut by half.Millions of dying trees would soon lead to massive forest fires,releasing tons of CO2 and further boosting global warming.

There are dozens of other possible“feedback mechanism”.Higher temperatures will fuel condensation and increase cloudiness,which may actually damp down global warming.Others,like the“albedo”effect,will do the opposite.The“albedo”effect is the amount of solar energy reflected by the earth's surface.As northern ice and snow melts and the darker sea and land pokes（戳）through,more heat will be absorbed,adding to the global temperature increase.

Even if we were to magically stop all greenhouse-gas emissions tomorrow the impact on global climate would continue for decades.Delay will simply make the problem worse.The fact is that some of us are doing quite well the way things are.In developed world prosperity has been built on 150 years of cheap fossil fuels.

Material progress has been linked to energy consumption.Today 75 percent of all the world's energy is consumed by a quarter of the world's population.The average rich-world resident adds about 3.2 tons of CO2 yearly to the atmosphere,more than four times the level added by each Third World citizen.The US,with just seven percent of the global population,is responsible for 22 percent of global warming.

（三）Unidentified Flying Object

Unidentified Flying Object（UFO）is any object or light,reportedly sighted in the sky,that cannot be immediately explained by the observer.Sightings of unusual flying objects date back to ancient times,but UFOs（sometimes called flying saucers）became widely discussed only after the first widely publicized US sighting in 1947.Many thousands of such observations have since been reported worldwide.

At least 90 percent of UFO sightings can be identified as conventional objects,although time-consuming investigations are often necessary for such identification.The objects most often mistaken for UFOs are bright planets and stars,aircraft,birds,balloons,kites,aerial flares,peculiar clouds,meteors,and satellites.The remaining sightings most likely can be attributed to other mistaken sightings or to inaccurate reporting,tricks,or delusions,although to disprove all claims made about UFOs is impossible.

From 1947 to 1969 the US Force investigated UFOs as a possible threat to national security.A total of 12，618 reports were received,of which 701 reports,or 5.6 percent,were listed as unexplained.The air force concluded that“no UFO reported,investigated,and evaluated by the Air Force has ever given any indication of threat to our national security.”Since 1969 no agency of the US government has had any active program of UFO investigation.

Some persons,however,believe that UFOs are extraterrestrial spacecraft,even though no scientifically valid evidence supports that belief.The possibility of extraterrestrial civilizations is not the stumbling block; most scientists grant that intelligent life may well exist elsewhere in the universe.A fully convincing UFO photograph has yet to be taken,however,and the scientific method requires that highly speculative explanations should not be adopted unless all of the more ordinary explanations can be ruled out.

UFO enthusiasts persist,however,and some persons even claim to have been captured and taken aboard UFOs.No one has produced scientifically acceptable proof of these claims.Behavioral scientist Carl Sagan once proposed that“certain psychological needs are met by belief in superior beings from other worlds.”

今日总结

职称英语阅读理解中的推理题、态度题和逻辑题，均需要考生在综合短文信息和基础上，通过自己的判断和推理能力去得出正确的结论。对于不同类的问题，应按照什么样的模式去推理和判断，考生应在学习今天的讲解后，领会于心，并能举一反三，运用到其他类问题的分析中，形成正确的思维和思考方式。这样方可提高答题的正确率。


Day 6 补全短文分析

今日展望

补全短文是职称英语考试的第五大题，共有五道小题，每题2分，总计10分。这类题要求根据给定短文（原文）的意思，在六个选项句子（陈述句）中分别选出五个符合语法知识、逻辑结构和前后内容意思衔接的选项，补充到原文画线的填充处，使原文成为一篇意思完整、前后连贯的短文。故这类题实际上是段落填充题。

这类题本意是要考查考生较高的阅读能力、基础知识（语法、词汇等）和综合逻辑思维推理能力，其难度较大，是最令人头痛的题型；同时其每题占的分值高（每题2分，只比阅读理解每题少1分），加上各选项环环相扣，选错一个即可导致整个题型至少错两个甚至更多，即意味着至少丢失4分，因而比其他类型题目更要求准确度。不过，它也是把双刃剑，既容易丢分，也最容易得分。每选对一个，也一样意味着其他选项选正确的成功率大大提高。何况只有一个干扰项，排除起来更容易。故对这类题要有信心、决心和细心，如果做得好，它比“阅读理解”题型更容易拿分。


秒杀考点1：为何要巧读首（尾）句？

单刀直入

根据历年真题所出现的该题型的题目，可总结出英语短文的如下特点：主题句一般出现在文首和文尾。有些短文，通过阅读文章开头句以及尾句，就能够找到文章的主旨。如：

［经典范例1］

What would you see if you took a cruise to the Caribbean Islands?Palm trees and coconuts（椰子）?White beaches and clear,blue ocean?Colorful corals（珊瑚）and even more colorful fishes and birds?

You bet.There are thousands of islands in the Caribbean Sea.They are famous for their warm,tropical climate and great natural beauty.

文章的标题为短语，可以清楚地提示这篇短文主要向大家介绍的内容，所以仅从标题就可以知道文章论述的主题。

Development in Newspaper Organization

One of the most important developments in newspaper organization during the first part of the twentieth century（1）
 ，which are known as wire services.Wire-service companies employed reporters,who covered stories all over the world.Their news reports were sent to papers throughout the country by telegraph.

除此之外，了解文章的主题，能够排除与文章不相关的选项。

接下来我们就通过历年出现过的真题来感受一下巧读首（尾）句的重要性。

真题回放

Voice Your Opinion: Change Is Needed in Youth Sports

Everywhere you look, you see kids bouncing a basketball or waving a tennis racquet. And these kids are getting younger and younger. In some countries, children can compete on basketball, baseball, and volleyball teams starting at age nine.（46）
 And swimming and gymnastics classes begin at age four, to prepare children for competition.

It's true that a few of these kids will develop into highly skilled athletes and may even become members of the national Olympic teams.（47）
 This emphasis on competition in sports is having serious negative effects.

Children who get involved in competitive sports at a young age often grow tired of their sport. Many parents pressure their kids to choose one sport and devote all their time to it.（48）
 But 66 percent of the young athletes wanted to play more than one sport—for fun.

Another problem is the pressure imposed by over-competitive parents and coaches. Children are not naturally competitive. In fact, a recent study by Paulo David found that most children don't even understand the idea of competition until they are seven years old. （49）


The third, and biggest, problem for young athletes is the lack of time to do their homework, have fun, be with friends—in short, time to be kids. When they are forced to spend every afternoon at sports practice, they often start to hate their chosen sport. A researcher found that 70 percent of kids who take part in competitive sports before the age of twelve quit before they turn eighteen.（50）
 Excessive competitive swept away all the enjoyment.

Need to remember the purpose of youth sports—to give kids a chance to have developing strong, healthy bodies.（2012年）

A. But what about the others, the average kids?

B. The young soccer organization has teams for children as young as five.

C.A survey found that 79 percent of parents of young athletes wanted their children to concentrate on one sports.

D. Very young kids don't know why their parents are pushing them so hard.

E. Sports for children have two important purposes.

F. Many of them completely lose interest in sports.

46. B。［解析］本段首句是主题句：无论在哪，你都能看到孩子们拍篮球或挥舞网球拍。空格前讲到一些国家在孩子很小的时候开始体育竞技的比赛，空格后提到有专门为4岁孩子学习的游泳和体操班，所有选项只有B选项提到了年龄很小的孩子的体育情况，故选B。

47. A。［解析］本段主要讲少量儿童会由此发展成技能高超的运动员，但会有一些负面因素。空格处需要填入转折含义的过渡句。故选A。

48. C。［解析］本段主要讲很多家长想让孩子选择一项运动。只有C选项提到one sports,故选C。

49. D。［解析］本段主要讲孩子们不太能理解竞争的含义，后面接D选项“更不能理解为什么父母会如此强烈地逼迫他们”符合上下文语境。

50. F。［解析］本段主要讲参与竞赛型体育活动的孩子花费很多时间练习，失去了做其他事情的时间。空格后句子提到过多的练习将快乐一卷而空，故选F。

Achilles' heel

某些文章的首句并非是主旨句，而只是简单的陈述；要注意首句后面是否出现了转折。

［经典范例］

From early times man has used garlic（大蒜）.The Bible speaks of it.The Israelites（古以色列人）were once far from home.They cried out to Moses,their leader,for the foods they loved:leeks（韭菜），onions,and garlic.The Romans,like the Israelites,loved to eat garlic.And they hung bags of garlic around their necks.（1）
 They also thought it would keep them from getting sick.

［答案解析］

从短文的第一句From early times man has used garlic来看，只能大概了解文章与大蒜有关，并不能正确地判断出文章的主旨，故需要进一步阅读。


秒杀考点2：如何寻句际关系？

单刀直入

补全短文考题涉及的考点通常与上下文之间意义关系的判别有关。例如：上下文之间所形成的“因果关系”、“转折关系”、“并列关系”、“对比关系（过去现在情况的对比，或两种相关情况的对比）”、“（句子结构和语义呼应的）排比关系”、“观点+解释”、“现象+概括”、“概括+分析”。在补全短文的解题过程中，紧密联系填充处的上下文，寻找句际关系词，是一个很常用也很有效的方法。考生可以根据填充处的前句与后句所表述的内容，在选项中寻找与之对应的关系，或者在选项中寻找与空格处的前句与后句相对应的短语和词语，从而将正确的选项对号入座。如果利用得当，这种方法将大大提高做题速度，而且更能保证选项的准确性。同时，在文章难以读懂，主旨大意难以把握的情况下，这种解题方法也可作为一种解题的杀手锏。常见的逻辑关系有以下几种：

1.填充处前后句子是转折（让步）关系。包括两种情况：

（1）后面句子没有任何表示转折的连接词，仅为意思上的转折，这种情况明显是要求填入一个带有转折连接词的句子，目标明确，一下子就能在选项中把表示转折的选项确定了。这种考题出现的几率较大，得分较为容易。只需大概了解是转折关系，找到有转折连接词的选项就行了。

（2）前后句子已经出现了表示转折的连接词，如果再带有表示转折连接词的选项，则应当排除。常见表示转折关系的连接词有：but,however,yet,still,though,although,whenever,nevertheless,even if,whereas,besides,or else等。

2.填充处前后句子是因果关系。包括两种情况：

（1）仅为意思上的因果关系，填充处前后句子都没有连接词。这种情况下，有因果关系连接词的选项就可入选甚至可以确定为正确答案。

（2）其填充处前或后句子有连接词。这种情况下，一看选项的连接词是否与其连接词构成因果关系的一对，是则入选，不是则排除；二看选项有没有连接词在意思上与前后句子对应有因果关系，如有则入选，没有则排除。常见表示因果关系的连接词有：because,or,since,on account of,owing,due（thanks）to,cause,reason,so,therefore,as a result,consequently,for this reason,as,in order that（to），for the sake of,in that,now that,so that,thus等。

3.填充处前后句子是并列关系。有三种情况：

（1）前后句是意思上的并列关系，填充处前后句子没有连接词，但填充处前后句子的句型一样、结构相同或相似，那么选项就应是与前后句子一样结构的句子。

（2）前后句也是意思上的并列关系，填充处前后句子也没有连接词，但填充处前后句子的句型不一样、结构也不相同，那么选项就应是带有表示并列关系连接词的句子。

（3）填充处前或后句子有连接词表示并列关系。这种情况下，一看选项的连接词是否与其连接词构成并列关系，是则入选。最常见的是归纳法和演绎法采用“数字”（第一，第二，第三……the firth＼second＼third…或1，2）或the…the,for example,such as 等表示并列关系的句子。二看选项没有连接词时，在意思上是否与前后句子对应有并列关系，如有则入选。常见表示并列关系的连接词有：and,as well as,both and,either or,not only but also,besides,moreover,next,the firth（second＼third…），the…the,after 等。

4.填充处前后句子是条件关系。那么选项就有两种可能：

（1）选项中有表示条件关系的连接词，如if,as if,as（so）long as,in case,lest,provided（providing），unless,like that,in that way,then,in that case,that等；

（2）选项中有表示条件关系的助词，如can（could），will（would），may（might），shall（should）等。

下面就让我们从例题中感受一下正确理解句际关系的妙处。

真题回放

Reduce Packaging

Pressure increased recently on British supermarkets and retailers to reduce packaging as part of an anti-waste campaign.（46）
 Britain generates 4.6 million tons of household waste every year by packaging.

Dozens of people have expressed anger at the excess of plastic wrapping.Campaigners have called on Britain to learn from other European countries.（47）
 When returned bottles are put in a vending machine（自动售货机），the deposit is refunded.Environmentalists warn that Britain lags behind in this.

There were reports of growing unease among consumers over the amount of packaging they have to deal with.Trade standards officers also object to excessive packaging.（48）
 In response to a campaign by Britain's The Independent newspaper,leading supermarkets have pointed to various initiatives to win the public confidence.（49）
 But campaigners said retailers and the government could learn much from anti-waste practices on the Continent.In Sweden,non-recyclable batteries have been taxed since 1991 to encourage a switch to alternatives.

 In Germany,plastic bags are unheard of in supermarkets and deposits are paid for reusable plastic and glass beverage bottles.

A.If a product is over-packaged,don't buy it.

B.In Belgium,when you buy something in a plastic or glass container,you make a deposit.

C.This is because too much padding can give buyers a false impression of what they are buying.

D.This has resulted in a 74 percent reduction in sales.

E.Tesco said it was saving 112，000 tons of cardboard a year by switching to reusable plastic crates（装货箱）for transporting its fresh produce.

F.The campaign was initiated by The Independent newspaper.

［答案解析］

46. D。［解析］前一句意为：因为反对浪费的运动要减少包装，英国的超级市场及零售商最近增加了压力。D选项意为“这导致销量减少74%”，与前句形成因果关系，因此D选项正确。

47. B。［解析］空格前一句提到：运动发起者呼吁英国向其他欧洲国家学习。因此，空格处进行举例说明。B选项正确，意为：在比利时，你买东西用塑料或玻璃容器时，你必须交付押金。

48. C。［解析］通过前一句“贸易机构官员也反对过多的包装”可以判断出空格处可以与前句形成因果关系，即对前一句进行解释说明。因此，C选项正确，意为：“这是因为太多的填料导致顾客产生错误的印象：他到底是在买什么?”

49. E。［解析］前文提到：为响应这个由无党派报纸发起的运动，主要的超市通过多种公开的行动赢得了公众的信任。空格处可以是对前一句进行的举例说明，因此E选项正确，意为：Tesco（英国最大的零售商）说转为使用可再度利用的塑料箱，一年节约了112000吨的纸板。

50. A。［解析］选项A为“如果产品被包装两层（即过度包装），别买它”，直接提出倡议，号召大家不要购买过度包装的商品，与后句德国的做法相呼应。

Achilles' heel

在某些猜测过程中，会发现空格处的句子既可能与前面的句子形成顺接关系，也可以形成因果关系等。如真题中的46题。读题后我们发现，空格处既可以与前文形成顺接关系（F.“这项运动由无党派报纸发起”），又可与前文形成因果关系（D.“这导致销量减少74%”）。那么究竟应该选择哪一种句际关系呢？我们应灵活分辨后句中所隐藏的关系。如本题空格后提到“英国每年因包装产生大量家庭垃圾”，提示空格处与销量有关。因此，考生应将可能发生的情况考虑周全。


秒杀考点3：为何关注选项时态？

单刀直入

关注备选项之间在时态上是否有差异：某些选项是过去时态，某些选项是现在时态。备选项的时态与空格所在的上下文（句群）基调时态一致，则该备选项成为答案的可能性较大。在解答补全对话题目以前，先快速浏览一下选项，如果选项时态不同，就可以先将选项分类，在后续解题的过程中，可以根据上下文判断空格处的时态，从而只需在此类型时态的选项中作出选择，而不必考虑其他的选项。这是一种简单快速的排除法，通过按时态分类来排除干扰项，使选择范围缩小，从而提高解题速度。

真题回放

The Tough Grass that Sweetens Our Lives

Sugar cane was once a wild grass that grew in New Guinea and was used by local people for roofing their houses and fencing their gardens. Gradually a different variety evolved which contained sucrose and was chewed on for its sweet taste. Over time, sugar cane became a highly valuable commercial plant, grown throughout the world.（46）


Sugar became a vital ingredient in all kinds of things, from confectionery to medicine, and, as the demand for sugar grew, the industry became larger and more profitable.（47）
 Many crops withered and died, despite growers' attempts to save them, and there were fears that the health of the plant would continue to deteriorate.

In the 1960s, scientists working in Barbodos looked for ways to make the commercial species stronger and more able to resist disease. They experimented with breeding programmes, mixing genes from the more delicate, commercial type.（48）
 This sugar cane is not yet ready to be sold commercially, but when this happens, it is expected to be incredible profitable for the industry.


（49）
 Brazil, which produces one quarter of the world's sugar, has coordinated an international project under Professor Paulo Arrudo of the Universidade Estaudual de Campinas in Sao Paulo. Teams of experts have worked with him to discover more about which parts of the genetic structure of the plant are important for the production of sugar and its overall health.

Despite all the research, however, we still do not fully understand how the genes in sugar cane.（50）
 This gene is particularly exciting because it makes the plant resistant to rust, a disease which probably originated in India, but is now capable of infecting sugar cane across the world. Scientist believes they will eventually be able to grow a plant which cannot be destroyed by rust. （2013年）

A.Unfortunately, however, the plant started to become weaker and more prone to disease.

B.Sugar cane is now much more vigorous and the supply of sugar is therefore more guaranteed.

C.One major gene has been identified by Dr.Angelique D'Hont and her team in Montpelier, France.

D.The majority of the world's sugar now comes from this particular commercial species.

E.Since the 1960s, scientists have been analyzing the mysteries of the sugar cane's genetic code.

首先观察选项时态，可以按时态将六个选项分成两大类：B、C、D和E是现在时，为第一类选项；A和F是过去时，为第二类选项。

46. D。［解析］空格前一句说，甘蔗成了一种极具价值的经济作物，在全世界种植。根据因果关系和关键词

“commercial plant”，“grown throughout the world”，故D为最佳选项。

47. A。［解析］根据前后文判断此处为过去时，所以只需从第二类选项中作出选择即可。空前提到对糖的需求增加，空后提到植物枯萎并死掉，前后具有转折关系，故答案为A。

48.F。［解析］根据前文判断此处为过去时，所以只需从第二类选项中作出选择即可。空前后具有时间顺序，先是开始研究新的甘蔗品种，后是新的甘蔗品种还不打算商用，所以中间应该是新的甘蔗品种已经研究出来了。故答案为F。

49. E。［解析］根据后文判断此处为现在时，所以只需从第一类选项中作出选择即可。空后列举了例子来说明科学家为了发现更多的基因结构……提到“基因结构”的选项只有D,故答案为E。

50. C。［解析］根据前文判断此处为现在时，所以只需从第一类选项中作出选择即可。空前后的句意具有明显转折的意味，空后的this gene应指代空所在句子的某个基因，故答案为C。

Achilles' heel

如果一个句子中带有自己的时间状语，则其可以使用自己独特的时态，而不受所在句群的基调时态的影响。例如：Mum used to sing the same song to me when I was sick,but now I still don't know its name now.前半句用的是过去时，表示过去常常进行的一个动作，后句中给出了自己的时间状语now,提示出后半句为表示状态的一般现在时，故选用don't,而非didn't。


秒杀考点4：如何运用标点符号？

单刀直入

补全短文要求快速浏览原文，不要求精读，故标点作为具有其独有意义的特殊文字符号毫无疑问为考生提供了明显的解题线索。那么应该如何正确解读标点符号背后的小秘密呢？

由于做题时选项中出现最多的是句号，而看句号解题较难，故我们主要从特殊标点上寻找线索。特殊标点包括：

1.引号

选项中如果有引号句出现，空格周围可能会有引号句出现，故此项多填在含有相应引号句的空格段落。

2.问号

问号句包括一般疑问句和特殊疑问句。若选项中如果有一般问句，一般考排比句，即空格的前后均有一般问句时，此处多填选项中的一般问句。针对特殊疑问句，首先要抓特殊疑问句的主语，若主语是名词或名词短语时，答语一般是代词，如：男人“he”；女人“she”；他们“they”；它“it”。其次，选项如果是用why来问的，答语则一般会有以下元音词：because,because of,owing to,due to,reason,cause。再次，如果选项是用who提问的，难度较大，一般先不看数字，选项中如果有数字出现，空格周围可能会有数字出现（以同一段落为主），年代除外，因为年代只有在记叙文中使用。

［温馨提示］若一个选项对应两个空格时（即这个选项可能满足两个空格时），就看选项中的单词与哪个空格周围单词重复较多，重复多的为正确答案。选项中若有I,We时，先代入到原文，看是不是以第一人称进行写作的，如果不是，则它只能出现在引号句中。

接下来就让我们通过例题实战一下：

真题回放

Every Dog Has His Say

Kimiko Fukuda always wondered what her dog was trying to say.Whenever she put on makeup,it would pull at her sleeve.（46）
 When the dog barks,she glances at a small electronic gadget（装置）.The following“human”translation appears on its screen:“Please take me with you”，“I realized that's how he was feeling.”says Fukuda.

The gadget is called Bowlingual,and it translates dog barks into feelings.People laughed when the Japanese toymaker Takara Company made the world's first dog-human translation machine in 2002.But 300，000 Japanese dog owners bought it.（47）


“Nobody else had thought about it,”said Masahiko Kajita,who works for Takara,“We spend so much time training dogs to understand our orders; what would it be like if we could understand dogs?”

Bowlingual has two pars.（48）
 The translation is done in the gadget using a database containing every kind of bark.

Based 011 animal behavior researches,these noises are divided into six categories:happiness,sadness,frustration,anger,declaration and desire.（49）
 In this way,the database scientifically matches a bark to an emotion,which is then translated into one of 200 phrases.

When a visitor went to Fukuda's house recently,the dog barked a loud“bow wow”.（50）
 It was followed by“I'm stronger than you”as the dog growled and sniffed（嗅）at the visitor.

The product will be available in US pet stores this summer for about US$120.It can store up to 100 barks,even recording the dog's emotions when the owner is away.

A.A wireless microphone is attached to the dog's collar,which sends information to the gadget held by the owner.

B.Nobody really knows how a dog feels.

C.This translated as“Don't come this way”.

D.More customers are expected when the English version is launched this summer.

E.Now,the Japanese girl thinks she knows.

F.Each one of these emotions is then linked to a phrase like“Let's play”，“Look at me”，or“Spend more time with me”.

46.E。［解析］文章的第一两句话提出了Kimiko Fukuda一直在想的一件事，即：狗究竟想表达什么？紧接着给出一个答案是比较符合逻辑的。E给出了答案。

47.D。［解析］上一句话说的30万日本养狗人已经买了人狗翻译机。符合逻辑的一个结论是更多的人还会买。故D是合理的选项。

48.A。［解析］上一句说的是Bowlingual这个装置有两个部分。接着应该是具体说明。A是对装置的具体说明。

49.F。［解析］第五段的第一句话提到根据动物行为研究，这些杂音可以分成六类：幸福、悲痛、受挫、气愤、声明、欲望。因为是人狗翻译机，所以这些情感还需要跟人的话对应起来。

50.C。［解析］上一句话提到当一个客人最近来到Fukuda的屋时，狗大声地叫着bow的声音。因为是在讲人狗翻译机，所以下面一句话应该讲的是它的翻译。故C是应选项。

［温馨提示］

虽然句号和逗号太过普通，不易在它们的身上找到隐藏的信息，但是我们依然可以从它们自身的意义上推理句际间的关系。句号表示一个句子的终结，故下一个新的句子若与前句有关则会连接不同的连接词，例如but,then,thus,consequently等。而逗号除了可以表达并列两个句子外，还可以提示补语、定语等。故在遇到句号和逗号时，也可以简单地推理句际关系。

［经典范例］

A merger involves combining two or more papers into one.During the nineteenth century many cities had more than one competitive independent paper.Today in most cities there are only one or two newspapers,and （4）

［答案解析］填充处前为逗号，紧接着出现了并列连词and,说明所填充的句子与Today in most cities there are only one or two newspapers形成并列关系。选项中A和E都不是独立的句子，B、F的时态和形式均不符合，选项C中已经含有and,故选项D正确。


秒杀考点5：哪些前后呼应要留意？

单刀直入

补全短文题不是单纯考语法，多数题目都是为了考查考生综合运用语言的能力，故必须选那些符合语法结构并能使上下文意义连贯的选项。做补全短文要始终抓住文章本身，不能只看只言片语、断章取义，要联系上下文，不但要使前后句子连贯通顺，还必须借助常用的连词、副词和一些固定词组来判断、分析，确保语法结构（主谓一致，语态，从句的连接词，代词的性、数、格，动词的谓语、非谓语形式等）、语义、情感的正确性。

接下来让我们以真题为例感受一下如何做到前后呼应：

真题回放

A Heroic Woman

The whole of the United States cheered its latest hero,Ashley Smith,with the Federal Bureau of investigation saying it was planning to give a big reward to her for having a brave heart and wise mind.


（46）
 She was moving into her apartment in Atlanta,Georgia early on the morning of March 12，when a man followed her to her door and put a gun to her side.“I started walking to my door,and I felt really,really afraid,”she said in a TV interview last week.The man was Brian Nichols,33.He was suspected of killing three people at an Atlanta courthouse on March 11 and later of killing a federal agent.（47）


Nichols tied Smith up with tape,but released her after she repeatedly begged him not to take her life.“I told him if he hurt me,my little girl wouldn't have a mummy,”she said.In order to calm the man down,she read to him from“The Purpose—Driven Life”，a best-selling religious book.He asked her to repeat a paragraph“about what you thought your purpose in life was—what talents were you given.”（48）


“I basically just talked to him and tried to gain his trust,”Smith said.Smith said she asked Nichols why he chose her.“He said he thought I was an angel sent from God,and we were Christian sister and brother,”she said.“And that he was lost,and that God led him to me to tell him that he had hurt a lot of people.”（49）
 She said Nichols was surprised when she made him breakfast and that the two of them watched television coverage of the police hunt for him.“I cannot believe that's me,”Nichols told the woman.Then,Nichols asked Smith what she thought he should do.She said,“I think you should turn yourself in.If you don't,lots more people are going to get hurt.”

Eventually,he let her go.（50）
 A US$60，000 rewards had been posted for Nichols' capture.Authorities said they did not yet know if Smith would be eligible for that money.

A.The local police were searching for him.

B.Smith is a 26-year-old single mother with a daughter.

C.Smith tried very hard to kill Nichols.

D.She even cooked breakfast for the man before he allowed her to leave.

E.And the two of them discussed this topic.

F.Then she called the police.

［答案解析］

46.B。［解析］C中的Nichols在前文中没有呼应的内容（姓名的全名），因此判断C不正确，B是正确答案。

47.A。［解析］A中的him与空格前句中的he呼应，而空格前句中的courthouse与A中的the police是主题相关词，因此A很可能是答案。

48.E。［解析］空格前句中的he,her正好与选项E中的the two of them（他们两个）呼应，空格前句中的paragraph与E中的topic构成主题相关词。

49.D。［解析］D 中的she与空格后句中的she呼应，D中的breakfast 与空格后句中的breakfast呼应。

50.F。［解析］空格前句与F在意思上自然衔接。

Achilles' heel

前后呼应不仅仅是对表面句意以及语法的呼应，同时也应该注意句际间隐藏含义的呼应。故考生要紧密联系“双语境”（即大语境——全文中心和基调；小语境——空格前后所构成的语义环境）进行判断；再根据前有伏笔、后有呼应的思路做题。

（1）我们先要找到该句的主句。当我们看到的第一个画线句子为which 引导的从句，由此判断主句的主语应为the internal document。

（2）which从句结束后紧跟动词says,says后的画线句为由that引导的定语从句。

（3）参考译文：由汽车制造商和贸易商协会在上个月制定的一份国际文件指出，活动必须以保护汽车产业长久的自由贸易往来以及汽车使用者自由的生活方式为最终目标。

［答案解析］

1.C。［解析］本段前部分提到了倡导新的活动，自然而然地会联系到费用，所以选择C。

2.A。［解析］前文提到了campaign“活动”，由后文可知本段对该活动进行解释，所以选择A。

（二）Mobile Phones

Mobile phones should carry a label if they proved to be a dangerous source of radiation,according to Robert Bell,a scientist.And no more mobile phone transmitter towers should be build until the long-term health effects of the electromagnetic radiation they emit is scientifically evaluated,he said.“Nobody's going to drop dead overnight but we should be asking for more scientific information,”Robert Bell said at a conference on the health effects of low-level radiation.（1）


A report widely circulated among the public says that up to now scientists do not really know enough to guarantee there are no ill effects on humans from electromagnetic radiation.According to Robert Bell,there are 3.3 million mobile phones in Australia alone and they are increasing by 2，000 a day.（2）


As well,there are 2，000 transmitter towers around Australia,many in high density residential areas.（3）
 The electromagnetic radiation emitted from these towers may have already produced some harmful effects on the health of the residents nearby.

Robert Bell suggests that until more research is completed the Government should ban construction of phone towers from within a 500 metre radius of school grounds,child care centres,hospitals,sports playing fields and residential areas with a high percentage of children.（4）
 He adds that there is also evidence that if cancer sufferers are subjected to electromagnetic waves the growth rate of the disease accelerates.

（2）画线句本身又是一个复合句，从句是由until引导的条件状语从句，主语为the government,谓语为should ban,宾语为construction of phone towers,from后为并列成分作补充说明。

（3）参考译文：Robert Bell建议政府在完成更多的实验研究之前应该禁止在学校操场、儿童日托中心、医院、运动场所以及儿童占比例较高的居住场所方圆500米范围内建发射塔。

［答案解析］

1.C。［解析］空格处应该填入与low-level radiation 有关的内容，例如 low-level radiation 究竟有害还是无害。所以，C是合适的选项。

2.B。［解析］前一句介绍了澳大利亚拥有手机的现状。选项B的内容是对到2000年年底之前手机发展前景的预测，前后内容连贯，因此是正确答案。

3.E。［解析］第一句说的是，许多微波发射塔建在人口稠密的居民区。选项E的内容涉及微波发射塔的地点选择只考虑地理位置，而不顾及公众的需求。可见，选项E扩展了第一句表达的信息。此外，选项E中出现 tower 这个词，与第一句的 tower 相呼应，也佐证了选择的合理性。

4.A。［解析］前一句说的是Robert Bell建议政府应该禁止在学校操场、儿童日托中心、医院、运动场所以及儿童占比例较高的居住场所方圆500米范围内建发射塔。选项A说明要这样做的原因，因而是正确答案。

5.D。［解析］后一句说的是 major telephone companies 出钱资助研究项目的问题，提示了D是正确答案。


实战演练

Public relation is a broad set of planned communications about the company,including publicity releases,designed to promote goodwill and a favorable image.

Publicity then is part of public relations when it is initiated by the firm,（1）
 Since public relations involves communications with stockholders,financial analysts,government officials,and other noncustomer groups,it is usually placed outside the marketing department,perhaps as a staff department or outside consulting firm reporting to top management.This organizational placement can be a limitation because the public relations department or consultant will likely not be in tune with marketing efforts.Poor communication and no coordination may be the consequences.（2）
 this influence generally may be less than that provided by the other components of the public image mix.

 Public relations and directed publicity may help highlight favorable newsworthy events,and may even succeed in toning down the worst of unfavorable publicity,but the other components of the public image mix create more lasting impressions.

5.D。［解析］D选项中的product quality,the servicing and handling of complaints,and the tenor of the advertising都与前一句中的impact on the public image相呼应，所以选择D。

（二）Coffee Is“Health Drink”

It is a daily routine for millions of Italians—the morning cup of espresso brewed on the kitchen hob or downed swiftly in a cafe on the way to work.

But for years their favorite way of kick-starting the day has had a bad press—（1）

Now it seems the tide is turning.Forget the scare stories,says dietician Chiara Trombetti.（2）


Coffee can be good for you—the stronger,the better.Coffee contains tannin and antioxidants,which are good for the heart and arteries,Dr.Trombetti says.

1.C。［解析］首先对比选项。选项A、B、C意思相近；选项D表述比较消极；选项E、F是表明咖啡的好处，建议食用。观察空格处的特点，在破折号后面，一般起解释说明的作用，即破折号前面内容一般是总述，后面一般作补充说明的分述。前一句话中关键词是“bad”，“had a bad press”意为“有负面报道”，所以可以推测出下一句的内容与少喝咖啡有关。因此选择C。

2.E。［解析］联系上下文，第三段提到the tide is turning,说明人们对咖啡的看法在往好的方面转变，所以答案应从E、F中选择。而F不能起到过渡的作用，因此选E。

3.F。［解析］该句是在破折号前，起总述作用，可根据破折号后面内容判断此处应选选项。空格后句子中的cirrhosis and gallstones（肝硬化和胆结石）正好与F中的liver对应，因此选择F。

4.B。［解析］该空格需联系上下文确定答案。第四段在叙述咖啡的缺点，而倒数第二段建议每天适量饮用咖啡，选项中只有B起到了过渡作用。

5.D。［解析］该空格处后紧跟but,说明空格处和最后一段中后面内容意思为转折关系。后面表述的是“一杯牛奶咖啡对于下一代咖啡爱好者的重要”，表达的是正面的意思，所以空格处应为消极或否定的内容。因此选择D。

（三）Semco

At 21，Ricardo Semler became boss of his father business in Brazil,Semco,which sold parts for ships.Semler Junior worked like a madman,from 7：30 a.m.，until midnight every day.One afternoon,while touring a factory in New York,he collapsed.The doctor who treated him said,“There is nothing wrong with you.But if you continue like this,you'll find a new home in our hospital.”Semler got the message.He changed the way he worked.In fact,he changed the way his employees worked too.

He let his workers take more responsibility so that they would be the ones worrying when things went wrong.He allowed them to set their own salaries,and he cut all the jobs he thought were unnecessary,like receptionists and secretaries.（1）
 “Everyone at Semco,even top managers,meets guests in reception,does the photocopying,sends faxes,types letters and dials the phone.”

He completely reorganized the office:instead of walls,they have plants at Semco,so bosses can't shut themselves away from everyone else.（2）
 As for uniforms,some people wear suits and others wear T-shirts.

Semler says,“We have a sales manager named Rubin Agater who sits there reading the newspaper hour after hour.He doesn't even pretend to be busy.But when a Semco pump on the other side of the world fails and millions of gallons of oil are about to spill into the sea,Rubin springs into action.（3）
 That's when he earns his salary.”

Semco has flexible working hours:the employees decide when they need to arrive at work.The employees also evaluate their bosses twice a year.（4）


It sounds perfect.But does it work?The answer is in the numbers:in the last six years.

Semco's revenues have gone from$35 million to$212 million.The company has grown from 800 employees to 3，000.Why?

Semler says it's because of“peer pressure”.Peer pressure makes everyone work hard for everyone else.（5）
 In other words,Ricardo Semler treats his workers like adults and expects them to act like adults.And they do.

A.This saved money and brought more equality to the company.

B.He knows everything there is to know about our pumps and how to fix them.

1.A。［解析］本题考查的是对上下文之间意义关系的理解和对文章细节的把握。上一句说到“他允许他们自己定薪水，但会削减他认为不必要的，比如像接待员和秘书这样的工作”，而下一句应该解释这种做法的原因。选项A说明“这样可以减少开支，并给公司带来更多平等”，与上下文联系最好，因此A为正确答案。

2.C。［解析］本题考查的是对段落主旨的理解和对文章细节的把握。本段主要讲Semler如何改变公司的办公环境，而选项中只有C提到这方面的内容。“员工可以随意装饰自己的工作空间”放在这里是和前后两句话形成并列。因此，应选C。

3.B。［解析］本题考查的是对上下文之间意义关系的理解和对文章细节的把握。上一句说到“但如果Semco在地球另一端的油泵坏了，上百万加仑的油即将注入大海时，Robin就会立刻跳起来行动”，下一句需要说到Robin怎样行动。因此，选项B“他了解关于我们公司油泵的任何事情，并能修理”最符合题目要求。

4.F。［解析］本题考查的是对段落主旨的理解和对文章细节的把握。这一段讲述了Semco给予员工的自由，而选项中只有F“Semco也允许员工用公司的机器做自己的项目，并且一年至少能休假30天”与此内容相关，因此选F。

5.E。［解析］本题考查的是对上下文之间意义关系的理解。上一句说到同伴的压力让员工努力为他人工作，则接下来应具体解释这种压力如何发挥作用。选项E“如果有人表现不好，其他人会阻止这一局面继续下去”延续了这一句的内容，因此选E。

（四）Bomb Explosions in Thailand

The New Year celebration in Thailand was shattered by violence,when nine bombs exploded across Bangkok around midnight.Three Thai citizens were killed and more than 30 injured.

Among the injured,six were foreigners.No Chinese casualties were reported,the Chinese Embassy in Bangkok,the capital,said on Monday.（1）
 But other embassies have advised their citizens to avoid traveling to Bangkok.“There is a possibility of further attacks in coming days,”said a travel advisory（公告）from Australia.“Australians are urged to avoid unnecessary travel in Bangkok.”

No terrorist group claimed responsibility for the bombings by Tuesday.（2）
 Bombings and shootings occur almost daily in Thailand's three southernmost provinces.Yala,Naarathiwat and Pattani have a dominant Muslim population and have long complained of neglect（忽视）and discrimination（歧视）in the largely Buddhist（佛教徒的）nation.They have asked for independence and a separate state.Since 2004，the insurgents（叛乱者）have carried out numerous attacks in the south and more than 1，900 people have been killed.（3）


But Thai Prime Minister Surayud Chulanont said on Monday that domestic politics rather than the Muslim insurgency were behind the bombings.“It is likely related to people who lost their political benefits,”Surayud said,referring to Thaksin Shinawatra.


（4）
 Surayud was later appointed interim（临时的）prime minister.Thaksin,however,still enjoys widespread support,especially in the countryside.（5）
 Thaksin's lawyer,Noppadol Patama,denied his client's involvement in the bombings,according to a local website.

A.Some believe the explosions were the work of separatists.

B.Some believe that several senior army officers loyal to Thaksin plotted the bombings with ousted（赶下台）politicians to discredit（败坏名声）the government.

C.Thaksin was ousted in a military coup（政变）last September.

D.The Thai Government has been unable to control the violence,though thousands of troops have been sent to the south.

E.The embassy issued no travel warnings.

F.Nobody is to blame.

［答案解析］

1.E。［解析］从原文来看，空格处的前面一句话讲的是中国大使馆发布爆炸中没有中国公民伤亡的公告。空格处后一句话以But开始，讲的是其他国家大使馆的公告。所以，这个空格内应填入的很可能是和中国大使馆有关的信息。六个选项中只有E是和中国大使馆有关，所以正确答案为E。

2.A。［解析］从原文来看，空格处的前面一句话讲的是到星期二为止还没有恐怖主义组织声称对这次爆炸负责。空格处应该是和恐怖主义者的活动或者这次爆炸的制造者有关的话。选项A指出有人相信爆炸是分裂主义者干的，符合该要求。

3.D。［解析］从原文来看，这一段的主要内容是讲泰国最南部三个省的爆炸和枪击情况。空格处作为本段的最后一句话，应该要谈一下事情的处理，即泰国政府对这一情况的对策、态度或处理方法。选项D指出泰国政府至今未能控制暴力行动，符合语境。

4.C。［解析］从原文来看，空格处的前面一段讲到现任的总理认为该爆炸和国内的政治以及那些失去政治利益的人有关，即暗指前总理Thaksin Shinawatra。空格处的后面一句话说“Surayud后来被任命为……”，可见空格处一句话必定和Surayud上台前所发生的事有关。选项C意为“Thaksin在去年9月的一次军事政变中被赶下了台”，符合语境。

5.B。［解析］空格处前面的段落和后面的句子谈论的还是Thaksin,所以空格处的句子应该还是跟Thaksin有关。选项B意为“有些人相信，一些忠于Thaksin的高级军官和一些被赶下台的政客合谋了这次爆炸以败坏政府的名声”，符合语境。

（五）Read with Greater Speed

Do you have difficulty reading in class?If so,especial reading program that helps match sounds with letters could speed up your brain.

At least one out of every five elementary school students in the US has trouble learning to read,even when the students are good at other subjects.（1）


Researchers from Yale University,US,studied a group of children from New York and Connecticut State.As part of the study,37 struggling readers received special tutor-ing.

Every day,instructors worked with them on recognizing how written letters represent units of sound called phonemes（音素）.（2）


By the end of the school year,these children could read faster than before.They also made fewer mistakes,and understood more of what they read than they could earlier in the year.

As part of their study,the researchers used a special machine to take action photos of the students' brains.（3）
 This is the same part of the brain that becomes active when good readers read.This activated brain area appears to include a structure that helps people recognize familiar written words quickly.In lower level readers,this structure remains inactive.

A year later,the brain structure was still working hard in the students who had gone through the special tutoring,and they continued to do well in reading tests.（4）


However,some researchers still doubt the study.（5）


A.Many adults are interested in matching sounds with letters.

2.B。［解析］第四段第一句话说的是：每天老师帮助他们弄懂字母是如何表达所谓音素的语音单位的。光弄懂是不够的，还需要实践。选项B就是实践：学生还练习朗读和拼写。

3.E。［解析］第六段说的是：作为研究的一部分，研究人员用一个特殊的机器拍摄学生大脑运动的照片。选项E说的是：照片显示左大脑后部的活动增加了。故选E。

4.D。［解析］倒数第二段第一句讲的是试验组的情况。选项D讲的是采用传统方法的情况。两者放在一起构成对比，很连贯。

5.F。［解析］最后一段第一句说的是：然而，有些研究人员仍然不太相信这一研究。从提供的选项中的第一个词组可以看出，只有F是合适的，因为它的起始词是They,指代some researchers。

Day 7 完形填空分析

今日展望

完形填空（第51~65题，每题1分，共15分）考查考生正确把握文章内容以及在一定语境中准确使用词语的能力。本部分为一篇300~450词的短文，文中有15处空格，每处空格给出四个选项，要求考生根据短文的内容从四个选项中选择一个最佳答案。

命题特点：

完形填空的考题通常从当年职称英语考试用书上直接选取，但可能在具体考点上会有一些变化，如：有些空格的位置重新设置，或者备选项顺序发生调整，或者备选项形态发生改变等。因此，建议考生复习完形填空时主要以当年教材内容中的完形填空练习题为主。

完形填空就是要求考生把每个句子中删掉的词给恢复出来。实际上，它考查考生根据上下文正确把握文章内容的能力，以及对于一定语境中规范的语言成分的掌握。它不仅测试考生在句子层面上运用语言的能力，还测试考生在语篇层面上综合运用语言的能力。


秒杀考点1：关注哪些线索词？

单刀直入

英语特别讲究逻辑，而且会用鲜明的形式，也就是丰富的词汇，来表达各种各样的逻辑关系。把握这一类线索词对解答完形填空有很大的帮助。线索词根据形式的不同一般分以下几类：

1.语意线索词：在完形填空中，某些项的选择可以根据“语意”来决定，既已有的词或句子的语意决定着必须选择某个选项，否则整个文章的语意逻辑就不通，内容就与作者的原意不一致。

2.语法线索词：指所填入的词与上下文可能发生的语法方面的联系。

3.概念线索词：在完形填空题的上下文中，有时会出现一些词与空格内需要填的词同指一个人或事物，甚至可以在上下文中找到应填的同一个词。

4.语篇线索词：有时完形填空的各选项同为表示一定逻辑关系或承接关系的词或词组。选项同为单词时首先看四个选项是否词性相同。若连词、副词混杂，先分析原句成分是否完整，可参考标点符号或文中存在的其他连词。确定所需的词性后，再判断逻辑题在原文中所涉及的范围。有时只是涉及几个词之间的关系。常出现在完形填空部分的逻辑关系表示方式有连词、副词、语气词及插入语、词组（介词词组）等。

Achilles' heel

1.用于列举的线索词有firstly,secondly,finally;next,last;for example/instance;such as; for one thing;for the other等。

（1）对for instance/example和such as,有些考生区分得不是很清楚。前者往往是举“事”，后者是举“物”；举事往往与前文用逗号分开，甚至另起一句再排阵势；举物则多结合在一起，当然也可分开。

（2）such as有两种用法。Such A as B及A such as B。如：such teachers as Tom,teachers such as Tom,都是对的。

2.用于让步的线索词有though,although,even though/when/if,in spite of,despite,given等。

（1）though和although一般都意为“虽然”，引导从句，也就是说，表达的重心是在主句即“但是”引导的部分上。但有时这两个词都可说成“但是”，反而是表达的核心。

（2）given看起来是个过去分词，但也可作介词用，given that还可跟从句，所表示的逻辑关系可顺可反。


秒杀考点2：如何前后去求索？

单刀直入

完形填空一般从三个层面设置题目：①句子层面。只需理解本句意思即可解题。②段落层面。要弄清前后几个句子意思甚至上下一两段才可解题，即多考虑句群和意群关系。③语篇层面。要求通读全文，从上下文语境、逻辑角度解题。

做完形填空时，考生需要掌握每个空的前后文大致意思才能开始解题。很多题目单独从自身句子来判断，是很难得出正确结论的。前后求索能够帮助考生提高答题的准确度，节省解题时间。

Achilles' heel

考生通常习惯在做完形填空时，只针对空格处及空格前的内容进行分析，很多时候不能得出题目的正确答案，并且浪费大量时间，增加考试的心理负担。命题人有时会将该题的答案，通过空格后面的内容体现出来。将下一段或者下面所有的内容都读完了，空格处的答案就很显而易见了。在这里提醒考生，千万不要独立地对待每个空格，要结合前后内容寻找答案。


秒杀考点3：如何确定语言点？

语言点Ⅰ：完形填空中的词汇及短语

单刀直入

词汇是完形填空题考查的重点，在完形填空15道题目中较大比例的题目是对词汇的考查。在完形填空题中，主要是考查考生对单词词义的准确把握，特别是近形词和近义词，同时也注重对常见短语结构的考查。

需要指出的是，与以单句形式出现的词汇题不同的是，完形填空题对词汇的考核是经常放在上下文语境中进行的。也就是说，多数情况下，对这类题目的解答仍然要依靠对上下文的正确理解。具体来说，主要表现在三个一致性：

1.所选词与原文出现过的词的一致性；

2.所选词与原文中空格前后的词搭配的一致性，特别是与介词的搭配；

3.所选词与上下文语境在语意上的一致性。

Achilles' heel

1.词类错误

词类错误指词根正确但类别错误的词。此类错误既有语际错误，又有语内错误。

语际错误是由语言迁移产生的一种错误，即由学习者本族语导致的错误；语内错误则是目的语错误或不完整学习的结果。一方面，英语、汉语属于不同的语系，它们在词汇和形态上区别很大。汉字没有形态变化，很多词既可用作副词，又可用作形容词。然而，在英语中，许多形容词后必须加后缀才能构成对应的副词，如easy—easily。许多中国学生受汉语影响，常忽略不同词类的词尾特征而犯以上词类错误。另一方面，英语单词的后缀形式很复杂，有些后缀能改变词类，如care—careful—carefully—carefulness,有些后缀则不改变词类，如memory—memorization,由于这些后缀本身的复杂性，使人很难记住，故容易犯以上词类错误。

2.替代错误

替代错误指在一定上下文中从语法角度看是正确的，但在语意上却讲不通的词汇错误。替代错误的频次最高，占词汇错误总数的33%，几乎涉及所有词类。英语的同义词非常丰富，如see和look,但完全同义的词非常少。不少人将看报或看书写成see a newspaper or a book,殊不知see和look虽然有时相当于汉语中的“看”，但汉语中的看书、看报实为读书、读报（read a book or newspaper）。

3.省略型错误

省略型错误占词汇错误总数的15.1%。在所有词类中，冠词的省略频次最高，特别是定冠词the。英语中冠词的含义用法复杂，包括汉语在内的许多语言中都没有与其对应的词。放在形容词前的助动词受汉语表达习惯的影响也易被省略。汉语中，形容词可以直接作谓语，然而，英语中形容词前必须加助动词才能构成谓语，如“You are beautiful”（你漂亮）。受汉语的影响，连接词和代词也有被省略的情况。实词省略的现象较少，多发生在一些习语和固定词组中。

语言点Ⅱ：完形填空中的从句

单刀直入

从句是由从属连词引导，内含主语和谓语，意义上像句子，但语法上不能单独成句子的一组词。从句在句子中充当句子成分。

从句是完形填空的一个常见的考点，包括主语从句、宾语从句、状语从句等。

Achilles' heel

1.修饰语错置

修饰语错置有以下两种情况：

（1）修饰语与被修饰语之间间隔太远。例如：Jack killed the bee that stung him with a magazine.改正：With a magazine,Jack killed the bee that stung him.

（2）修饰语错置。例如：The block on the highway had been cleared before heavy traffic jam was caused by the policemen.应改为：The block on the highway had been cleared by the policemen before heavy traffic jam was caused.

2.垂悬修饰语

垂悬修饰语是一个短语，或一个省略句（一个没有主语或没有动词，或既无主语也无动词的从句），在句子中找不到逻辑上被修饰的对象，也因此看似与主句无关。常见的垂悬修饰语有垂悬分词、垂悬动名词、垂悬不定式、垂悬介词和垂悬省略句。例如：Watching the moving film,my eyes filled with tears.改为：Watching the moving film,I felt my eyes filled with tears.

3.错误的平行结构

平行结构可以是单词、短语、从句或句子。使用表示比较或对比的关联连词（either…or;neither…nor;not only…but also）时，要注意保持平行的结构。

拓展讲解

从句归类：

●定语从句

一、定语从句的概念

在复合句中，修饰某一名词或代词的从句叫定语从句。被修饰的名词或代词叫先行词。定语从句一般放在先行词的后面。

二、定语从句的关系词

引导定语从句的关系词有关系代词和关系副词，常见的关系代词包括that,which,who（宾格whom,所有格whose）等，关系副词包括where,when,why等。关系代词和关系副词放在先行词及定语从句之间起连接作用，同时又作定语从句的重要成分。

三、定语从句的分类

根据定语从句与先行词的关系，定语从句可分为限制性定语从句及非限制性定语从句。限制性定语从句紧跟先行词，主句与从句不用逗号分开，从句不可省去；非限制性定语从句主句与从句之间有逗号分开，起补充说明作用，如省去，意思仍完整。

四、关系代词的用法

1.that既可以用于指人，也可以用于指物。在从句中作主语或宾语，作主语时不可省略，作宾语可省略。例如：

Mary likes music that is quiet and gentle.（that作主语）

The coat（that）I put on the desk is blue.（that作宾语）

2.which用于指物，在句中作主语或宾语，作主语不可省略，作宾语可省略。例如：

The building which stands near the train station is a supermarket.（作主语）

The film（which）we saw last night was wonderful.（作宾语）

3.who,whom用于指人，who用作主语，whom用作宾语。在口语中，有时可用who代替whom,也可省略。例如：

The girl who often helps me with my English is from England.（作主语）

Who is the teacher（whom）Li Ming is talking to?（作宾语）

五、关系副词的用法

1.when指时间，其先行词表示时间，在句中作时间状语。例如：

This was the time when he arrived.

2.where指地点，其先行词表示地点，在句中作地点状语。例如：

This is the place where he works.

3.why指原因，其先行词是原因，起原因状语作用。例如：

Nobody knows the reason why he is often late for school.

●名词性从句

名词性从句的语法功能相当于一个名词词组，一般分为主语从句、表语从句、宾语从句和同位语从句。

一、引导名词性从句的连接词

1.连接代词：who,whose,whom,what,which。有词义，在从句中担任成分，如主语、表语、宾语或定语等。

2.连接副词：when,where,why,how。有词义，在从句中担任成分，作状语。

3.连接词：that,whether,if,as if。that无词义，在从句中不担任成分，有时可省略；if（whether），as if虽有词义，但在从句中不担任成分。

［温馨提示］连接代词与连接副词在句中不再表示疑问句，因而从句中谓语不用疑问式。连接代词与连接副词在从句充当句子成分，连接词whether 和if（是否），as if（好像）在从句中不充当句子成分，只起连接作用。根据句意，如果连接代词与连接副词，whether,if 和as if都用不上时，才用that作连接词（that本身无任何含义）。

二、主语从句

1.主语从句在复合句作主语。例如：

Who will go is not important.

2.用it作形式主语，主语从句放在句末。例如：

It doesn't matter so much whether you will come or not.

3.that引导主语从句时，不能省略。例如：

That he suddenly fell ill last week made us surprised.

三、表语从句

1.表语从句在复合句中作表语，位于系动词之后。例如：

The question was who could go there.

2.引导表语从句的连接词that有时可省去。例如：

My idea is（that）we can get more comrades to help in the work.

四、宾语从句

1.宾语从句在复合句中作宾语。引导宾语从句的连词that一般可省略。例如：

I hope（that）everything is all right.

2.介词之后的宾语从句，不可用which或if连接，要分别用what或 whether。例如：

I'm interested in whether you've finished the work.

I'm interested in what you've said.

3.whether与if都可以引导宾语从句，常可互换。但下面情况不能互换：

（1）宾语从句是否定句时，只用if,不用whether。例如：

I wonder if it doesn't rain.

（2）用if 会引起误解，就要用whether。例如：

Please let me know whether you want to go.（此句如果把whether改成if,容易当成条件句理解）

（3）宾语从句中的whether 与or not直接连用，就不能换成if;若不直接连用，可换。例如：

I don't know whether or not the report is true.

I don't know whether/if the report is true or not.

（4）介词后的宾语从句要用whether引导。whether 可与不定式连用。whether也可引导主语从句、表语从句、同位语从句，还可引导让步状语从句，用于以上从句时均不能换成if。但引导条件从句时，只能用if,而不能用whether。例如：

It depends on whether we have enough time.

They don't know whether to go there.

五、同位语从句

同位语从句在句中作某一名词的同位语，一般位于该名词（如：news,fact,idea,suggestion,promise等）之后，说明该名词的具体内容。例如：

I have no idea when he will be back.

The fact that he had not said anything surprised everybody.

●状语从句

常用引导词：when,as,while,as soon as,while,before,after,since,till,until。

特殊引导词：the minute,the moment,the second,every time,the day,the instant,immediately, directly,no sooner…than,hardly…when,scarcely…when。

例如：

I didn't realize how special my mother was until I became an adult.

While John was watching TV,his wife was cooking.

The children ran away from the orchard（果园）the moment they saw the guard.

2.地点状语从句

常用引导词：where。

特殊引导词：wherever,anywhere,everywhere。

例如：

Generally,air will be heavily polluted where there are factories.

Wherever you go,you should work hard.

3.原因状语从句

常用引导词：because,since,as,since。

特殊引导词：seeing that,now that,in that,considering that,given that,considering that。

例如：

My friends dislike me because I'm handsome and successful.

The higher income tax is harmful in that it may discourage people from trying to earn more.

4.目的状语从句

常用引导词：so that,in order that。

特殊引导词：lest,in case,for fear that,in the hope that,for the purpose that,to the end that。

例如：

The boss asked the secretary to hurry up with the letters so that he could sign them.

5.结果状语从句

常用引导词：so…that,such…that。

特殊引导词：such that,to the degree that,to the extent that,to such a degree that。

例如：

He got up so early that he caught the first bus.

6.条件状语从句

常用引导词：if,unless。

特殊引导词：as/so long as,only if,providing/provided that,suppose that,in case that,on condition that。

例如：

Provided that there is no opposition,we shall hold the meeting here.

7.让步状语从句

常用引导词：though,although,even if,even though。

特殊引导词：as（用在让步状语从句中必须要倒装），while（一般用在句首），no matter…，in spite of the fact that,while,whatever,whoever,wherever,whenever,however, whichever。

例如：

Much as I respect him,I can't agree to his proposal.

No matter how hard he tried,she could not change her mind.

8.比较状语从句

常用引导词：as（同级比较），than（不同程度的比较）。

特殊引导词：the more…the more…，just as…，so…，A is to B what/as X is to Y,no…more than,not A so much as B。

例如：

Food is to men what oil is to machine.

9.方式状语从句

常用引导词：as,as if,how。

特殊引导词：the way。

例如：

When in Rome,do as the Roman do.

Sometimes we teach our children the way our parents have taught us.

语言点Ⅲ：完形填空中的非谓语动词

单刀直入

非谓语动词有不定式、动名词和分词三种形式。非谓语动词不能充当句子成分。考生要注意一点，就是一个英语句子当中不能出现两个谓语结构，如果出现两个，其中一个要转化为非谓语形式或从句形式。

Achilles' heel

英语中非谓语动词包括不定式、分词和动名词，它在句子中可以充当不同的句子成分。不定式除了不能充当谓语外，其他成分均可充当；现在分词和过去分词可作表语、定语、状语和补语；动名词常可作主语、宾语、表语和定语。不定式作状语时一般只作目的状语和结果状语两种。分词则可作时间、原因、条件、让步和伴随状况状语等。另外还要注意不同的非谓语动词作相同的句子成分时的比较。

1.It is not good getting up so late in the morning.句中getting up应改为to get up,不定式作主语时以形式主语it先行，是一种常用的句子结构。

2.It is no good to smoke so much every day.句中to smoke应改为smoking。本例与上例的不同之处在于，not good 和no good。要注意下列结构：“It is no+n.+doing sth.”和“It is not+adj.（for sb.）+to do sth.”这两种结构意义相差不大，但搭配不一样。

3.The bike needs being repaired.句中being repaired应改为repairing或to be repaired。need,want,require均表示“需要”，三个词后接动名词的主动形式能表示一个被动的意义，等于被动形式的不定式。

4.Swimming with some close friends on a fine afternoon is quite pleasant.句中swimming应改为to swim。动名词和不定式在作各种句子成分时虽无很大差别，但动名词常表示一种普通的现象，不定式则表某种具体行为。本例中将“游泳”限定为“与友人一起”、“在某个晴朗的下午”，这时用不定式更好些。如果说“游泳对健康有益”，则应为“Swimming is good to your health”。

8.Could you lend me some money to buy a dictionary?句末应加with,动词不定式与被修饰语之间应是逻辑上的动宾关系。这种用法同定语从句相同，本例可改为：Could you lend me some money with which I can buy a dictionary?

拓展讲解

非谓语动词

非谓语动词是指由动词变化而成，仍具有动词的性质与意义，但不能作为动词使用的词。通常由三种形式构成：不定式、分词、动名词。

一、动词不定式

基本形式：to+动词原形。有时to可省略。不能作谓语，没有人称和数的变化。既具有动词的特征——可以有自己的宾语和状语，又具有名词、形容词和副词的句法功能。

1.不定式可以作主语、宾语、表语、定语、状语、同位语和宾语补足语。例如：

To finish the work on time is not easy.（作主语）

His wish was to become a teacher.（作表语）

There is nothing to worry about.（作定语）

He ran to catch the bus.（作状语）

I want to see the new film.（作宾语）

He asked me to open the door.（作宾语补足语）

［温馨提示］

（1）动词不定式在作let,make,see,hear,feel,watch等使役、感观动词的宾语补足语时，不定式不带to。例如：

We often hear her sing in the next room.

上述动词用于被动语态的句子中，动词不定式变成主语补足语，这时必须带to。

He was heard to sing in the next room every morning.

（2）动词不定式作宾语时，也可用形式宾语it。例如：

They found it impossible to get everything ready in time.

2.动词不定式也可以和疑问词who,what,which,whether,when,how,where等连用，构成不定式短语。例如：

How to get the tickets is a question.（作主语）

I wonder which to choose.（作宾语）

The question is who to send the letter.（作表语）

二、分词的主要用法

分词分为现在分词和过去分词。现在分词与过去分词的区别在于：现在分词表示主动的、正在进行的动作，而及物动词的过去分词表示已经完成且被动的动作，不及物动词的过去分词只表示完成的意义。

1.分词作定语，如果是单个分词，则放在所修饰的名词之前，例如spoken English,exciting news;如果是分词短语，则要放在所修饰名词之后，例如the language spoken in this country,the boy standing there。

2.分词作状语，表示原因、时间、条件时一般放在句首，如作为方式状语或伴随状态时，放在句首、句尾均可。例如：

Reading the letter,she couldn't help crying.（作原因状语）

She sat at the table,reading a letter.（作伴随状态）

3.分词作为时间状语时，可在分词前加上while,when或on表示“当……时候”，或“一……就……”。例如：

While talking with her teacher,she felt nervous.

On hearing the good news,she jumped up with joy.

4.当分词作状语时，分词的逻辑主语必须与句子的主语一致。例如：

Seeing the house on fire,he immediately ran to the phone-box.

（=When he saw the house on fire,he immediately ran to the phone-box.）

5.有一类动词如interest,excite,surprise,please,disappoint,satisfy,tire等，它们的现在分词往往用来表示事物的性质；而它们的过去分词则用来表示人的感受。例如：

I am very interested in the interesting story.

6.现在分词的被动式being done与过去分词的区别。

现在分词的被动式being done表示正在进行的被动动作，而过去分词则强调已经完成的动作或持续的被动状态。例如：

三、动名词的主要用法

动名词是由动词转化而来，在句子中起名词的作用，但又保持动词的特征，可有自己的宾语或状语，构成动名词短语。例如：

注意：动名词短语作主语时也可用形式主语it。

My job is teaching English.（作表语）

Thank you for telling me the truth.（作介词宾语）

Tom's learning maths well helped him in doing business.（作主语）

（四）Robots May Allow Surgery in Space

Small robots designed by University of Nebraska researchers may allow doctors on earth to help perform surgery on patients in space.

The tiny,wheeled robots,1
 are about 3 inches tall and as wide as a lipstick case,can be slipped into small incisions（切口）and computer-controlled by surgeons in different locations.Some robots are 2
 with cameras and lights and can send images back to surgeons and others have surgical 3
 attached that can be controlled remotely.

“We think this is going to 4
 open surgery,”Dr.Dmitry Oleynikov said at a news conference.Oleynikov is a specialist 5
 computer-assisted surgery at the University of Nebraska Medical Center in Omaha.

Officials hope that NASA will teach 6
 to use the robots soon enough so that surgeries could one day be performed in space.

On earth,the surgeons could 7
 the robots themselves from other locations.For example,the robots could 8
 surgeons in other places to work on injured soldiers on the front line.Researchers plan to seek federal regulatory（联邦管理局的）9
 early next year.Tests on animals have been successful,and tests on humans in England will begin very soon.

The camera-carrying robots can provide 10
 of affected areas and the ones with surgical tools will be able to maneuver（操控）inside the body in ways surgeons' hands can't.The views from the camera-carrying robots are better than the naked eye,because they send back color images that are magnified（放大）.Because several robots can be 11
 through one incision,they could reduce the 12
 and size of cuts needed for surgery,which would 13
 recovery time.This is particularly helpful to those patients who have been debilitated（使虚弱）by long illness.

Eventually,Oleynikov said,the tiny robots may enable surgeons to 14
 without ever placing their hands in patients' bodies.“That's the goal;”Oieynikov said.“It's getting easier and easier.We can do even more with these 15

（五）China to Help Europe Develop GPS Rival

China is to contribute to a new global satellite navigation system being developed by European nations.The Galileo satellite system will 1
 a more accurate civilian alternative to the Global Positioning System（GPS），operated by the US military.China will provide 230M Euros in funding and will 2
 with technical,manufacturing and market development.

A new center that will coordinate co-operation will be set 3
 at Beijing University.China has a substantial satellite launch industry and could potentially help 4
 the Galileo satellites.

The US has claimed that Galileo could interfere with the US with 5
 to downgrade the GPS service during military conflicts.European officials say this is unfounded（无根据的）and counter that US opposition is caused by the commercial challenge Galileo would present to GPS.Galileo will be 6
 to within a meter,while the civilian GPS service is accurate to around 10 meters.

The Galileo satellite constellation（卫星集群）will consist of 27 operational and three reserve satellites 7
 the Earth at an altitude of 23，600 kin.The satellites will be strung along three medium-Earth orbits at 56 degrees inclination（倾斜）8
 the equator（赤道）and will provide global coverage.The system should be 9
 by 2008 and the entire project is expected to cost around 3.2 billion Euros….

3.理解选择。从给出的四个选项中，选出在语法与词义上均与原文相符合的一个。

了解文章大意是前提条件，答案的初选是做题的核心。总之，完形填空的成功回答离不开对篇章的整体把握，切忌孤立地、片面地去解答题目。掌握以上解题方法，就能够很好地提高完形填空答题的效率与准确率。

Black Holes

What is a black hole?Well,it's difficult to answer this question,since the terms we normally use to describe a scientific phenomenon are inadequate here.Astronomers and scientists think that a black hole is a region of space（not a thing）into which matter has fallen and from which nothing can escape—not even light,so we can't see a black hole.A black hole exerts（施加）a strong gravitational（重力的）pull and yet it has no matter.

Since the black hole is only space,we think:How can this happen?The theory is that some stars explode when their density increases to a particular point; they“collapse”and sometimes a supernova（超新星）occurs.The collapse of a star may produce a“White Dwarf（白矮星）”of a“neutron star”—a star whose matter is so dense that it continually shrinks by the force of its own gravity.But if the star is very large this process of shrinking may be so intense that a black hole results.Imagine the earth reduced to the size of a marble,but still having the same mass and a stronger gravitational pull,and you have some idea of the force of a black hole.Any matter near the black hole is sucked in.It is impossible to say what happens inside a black hole.

Our space and time laws don't seem to apply to objects in the area of a black hole.Einstein's relativity theory is the only one that can explain such phenomena.Einstein claimed that matter and energy are interchangeable so that there is no“absolute”time and space.There are no constants at all,and measurements of time and space depend on the position of the observer—they are relative.Einstein's theory provided a basis for the idea of black holes before astronomers started to find some evidence for their existence.It is only recently that astronomers have begun specific research into black holes.

The most convincing evidence of black holes comes from research into binary（由两部分组成的）star systems.In some binary star systems,astronomers have shown that there is an invisible companion star,a“partner”to the one which we can see in the sky.There is one star,called by its catalogue number HDE 226868，which must have a partner.This partner star,it seems,has a mass ten or twenty times greater than the sun—yet we can't see it.Matter from HDE 226868 is being dragged towards this companion star.Could this invisible star,which exerts such a great force,be a black hole?Astronomers have evidence of a few other stars too,which might have black holes as companions.

第1篇 Ancient Egypt Brought Down by Famine

Even ancient Egypt's mighty pyramid（金字塔）builders were powerless in the face of the famine（饥荒）that helped bring down their civilization around 2180 B.C.Now evidence collected from mud deposited by the River Nile suggests that a shift in climate thousands of kilometers to the south was ultimately to blame—and the same or worse could happen today.

The ancient Egyptians depended on the Nile's annual floods to irrigate their crops.But any change in climate that pushed the African monsoons（季风）southwards out of Ethiopia would have reduced these floods.

Declining rains in the Ethiopian highlands would have meant fewer plants to stabilize the soil.When rain did fall it would have washed large amounts of soil into the Blue Nile and into Egypt,along with sediment（沉积）from the White Nile.

Blue Nile mud has a different isotope（同位素）signature from that of the white Nile.So by analyzing isotope differences in mud deposited in the Nile Delta.Michael Krom of Leeds University worked out what proportion of sediment came from each branch of the river.

Krom reasons that during periods of drought,the amount of Blue Nile mud in the river would be relatively high.He found that one of these periods,from 4，500 to 4，200 years ago,immediately came before the fall of the Egypt's old Kingdom.

The weakened waters would have been disaster for the Egyptians.“Changes that affect food supply don't have to be very large to have a ripple（波浪）effect in societies,”says Bill Ryan of the Lamont Doherty Earth Observatory in New York.

Similar events today could be even more devastating,says team member Daniel Stanley.A scientist from the Smithsonian Institution in Washington D.C.“Anything humans do to shift the climate belts would have an even worse effect along the Nile system today because the populations have increased dramatically.”

第2篇 Sugar Power for Cell Phones

Using enzymes commonly found in living cells,a new type of fuel cell produces small amounts of electricity from sugar.If the technology is able to succeed in mass production,you may some day share your sweet drinks with your cell phone.

In fuel cells,chemical reactions generate electrical currents.The process usually relies on precious metals,such as platinum.In living cells,enzymes perform a similar job,breaking down sugars to obtain electrons and produce energy.

When researchers previously used enzymes in fuel cells,they had trouble keeping them active,says Shelley D.Minteer of St Louis University.Whereas biological cells continually produce fresh enzymes,there's no mechanism in fuel cells to replace enzymes as they quickly degrade.

Minteer and Tamara Klotzbach,also of St Louis University,have now developed polymers that wrap around an enzyme and preserve it in a microscopic pocket.“We tailor these pockets to provide the ideal microenvironment”for the enzyme,Minteer says.The polymers keep the enzyme active for months instead of days.

In the new fuel cell,tiny polymer bags of enzyme are embedded in a membrane that coats one of the electrodes.When glucose from a sugary liquid gets into a pocket,the enzyme oxidizes it,releasing electrons and protons.The electrons cross the membrane and enter a wire through which they travel to the other electrode,where they react with oxygen in the atmosphere to produce water.The flow of electrons through the wire constitutes an electrical current that can generate power.

So far,the new fuel cells don't produce much power,but the fact that they work at all is exciting,says Paul Kenis,a chemical engineer at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign.“Just getting it to work,”Kenis says,“is a major accomplishment.”

Sugar-eating fuel cells could be an efficient way to make electricity.Sugar is easy to find.And the new fuel cells that run on it are biodegradable,so the technology wouldn't hurt the environment.The scientists are now trying to use different enzymes that will get more power from sugar.They predict that popular products may be using the new technology in as little as 3 years.

A company must determine whether or not to apply for trademark protection under the federal Lanham Act of 1946 or state law.A trademark gives a firm exclusive use of a“word,symbol,combination of letters or numbers,or other devices such as distinctive packaging used to identify the goods of one company and to distinguish them from other companies”for as long as they are marketed.

Trademarks are voluntary and require a registration procedure that can be time consum-ing,complex,and expensive.A multinational firm must register trademarks in every country in which it operates.In order for a trademark to be legally protected,it must have a distinctive meaning that does not describe an entire product category,not be confusingly similar to other trademarks,be used in interstate commerce,and not imply characteristics that the product does not possess.A surname by itself cannot be registered,because anyone can do business under his or her name.However,a surname can be registered if used to describe a specific business（e.g.，Roy Rogers Restaurants）.

When brands become too popular or descriptive of a product category,they run the risk of becoming public property.Then a firm loses its trademark position.Brands that are fighting to remain exclusive trademarks include Xerox,Levis Frigidaire,Formica,Kleenex,and Teflon.Brands of former trademarks that are now considered generic and therefore public property are cellophane（赛璐芬），aspirin,kerosene（煤油），cola,linoleum（漆布），and monopoly.

DuPont used careful research to retain a trademark for Teflon.As company survey showed that 68 percent of the consumers questioned identified Teflon as a brand name.This enabled DuPont to win a court case against a Japanese firm using the name Teflon.On the other hand,the US Supreme Court ruled that“Monopoly”was a generic term that could be used by any game maker.Likewise,a federal court ruled that Miller could not trademark the single word Lite for its lower calorie（低热量）beer.

Trademark protection is essential to many firms because exclusive use of brands and symbols enables them to maintain long established images and market shares.

The Writing's on the Wall?

Is it art or is it just vandalism（野蛮行为）?Well,it's still a crime,but graffiti（涂鸦）has changed since the days of spraying your name on a wall to mark your territory.Street art has become much more sophisticated since a 17-year-old called Demetrius started spraying his“tag”，TAKI 183，all over the New York underground in 1971，and hip-hop culture was born.Hip-hop is a mixture of art,music and dancing,poetry,language and fashion.It came from young inner-city people who fell left out by their richer classmates and who were desperate to express themselves in any way they could.

Fish Ears Tell Fish Tales

Fish have ears.Really.They're quite small and have no opening to the outside world carrying sound through the body.For the past seven years,Simon Thorrold,a university professor,has been examining fish ears,small round ear bones called otoliths（耳石）.Eager to learn about his technology,fish scientists are now lending Thorrold their ears.

As fish grow,so do their otoliths.Each day,their otoliths gain a ring of calcium carbonate（碳酸钙）.By looking through a microscope（显微镜）and counting these rings,Thorrold can determine the exact age of a young fish.As a fish gets older,its otoliths no longer get daily rings.Instead,they get yearly rings,which can also be counted,giving information about the fish's age,just like the growth rings of a tree.

Ring counting is nothing new to fish scientists,but Thorrold has turned to a new direction.They're examining the chemical elements（元素）of each otolith ring.The daily ring gives us the time,but chemistry tells us about the environment in which the fish swam on any given day.These elements tell us about the chemistry of the water that the fish was in.It also says something about water temperature,which determines how much of these elements will gather within each otolith ring.Thorrold can tell,for example,if a fish spent time in the open ocean before entering the less salty water of coastal areas.He can basically tell where fish are spending their time at any given stage of history.

In the case of the Atlantic croaker（石首鱼），a popular saltwater food fish,Thorrold and his assistant have successfully followed the travelling of young fish from mid-ocean to the coast,a journey of many hundreds of miles.This is important to managers in the fish industry,who know nearly nothing about the whereabouts of the young fish for most food fish in the ocean.

第1篇 Thirst for Oil

Worldwide every day,we devour the energy equivalent of about 200 million barrels of oil.Most of the energy on Earth comes from the Sun.In fact enough energy from the Sun hits the planet's surface each minute to cover our needs for an entire year,we just need to find an efficient way to use it.So far the energy in oil has been cheaper and easier to get at.But as supplies dwindle,this will change,and we will need to cure our addiction to oil.

Burning wood satisfied most energy needs until the steam-driven industrial revolution,when energy-dense coal became the fuel of choice.Coal is still used,mostly in power stations,to cover one-quarter of our energy needs,but its use has been declining since we started pumping up oil.Coal is the least efficient,unhealthiest and most environmentally damaging fossil fuel,but could make a comeback,as supplies are still plentiful; its reserves are five times larger than oil's.

Today petroleum,a mineral oil obtained from below the surface of the Earth and used to produce petrol,diesel oil and various other chemical substances,provides around 40% of the world's energy needs,mostly fuelling automobiles.The US consumes a quarter of all oil,and generates a similar proportion of greenhouse gas emissions.

The majority of oil comes from the Middle East,which has half of known reserves.But other significant sources include Russia,North America,Norway,Venezuela and the North Sea.Alaska's Arctic National Wildlife Refuge could be a major new US source,to reduce reliance on foreign imports.

Most experts predict we will exhaust easily accessible reserves within 50 years,though opinions and estimates vary.We could fast reach an energy crisis in the next few decades,when demand exceeds supply.As conventional reserves become more difficult to access others such as oil shales and tar sands may be used instead.Petrol could also be obtained from coal.

Since we started using fossil fuels,we have released 400 billion tones of carbon,and burning the entire reserves could eventually raise world temperatures by 13℃.Among other horrors,this would result in the destruction of all rainforests and tile inching of all Arctic ice.

第2篇Marvelous Metamaterials

Invisibility cloaks would have remained impossible,forever locked in science fiction,had it not been for the development of metamaterials.In Greek,“meta”means beyond,and metamaterials can do things beyond what we see in the natural world-like shuffle light waves around an object,and then bring them back together.If scientists ever manage to build a full-fledged invisibility cloak,it will probably be made of metamaterials.

“We are creating materials that don't exist in nature,and that have a physical phenomenon that doesn't exist in nature,”says engineer Dentcho Genov.“That is the most exciting thing.”Genov designs and builds metamaterials—such as those used in cloaking—at Louisiana Tech University in Ruston,Louisiana.

An invisibility cloak will probably not be the first major accomplishment to come from the field of metamaterials.Other applications are just as exciting.In many labs,for example,scientists are working on building a hyperlens.A lens is a device—usually made of glass—that can change the direction of light waves.Lenses are used in microscopes and cameras to focus light,thus allowing a researcher to see small things or a photographer to capture image of things that are far away.

A hyperlens,however,would be made of metamaterials.And since metamaterials can do things with light that ordinary materials can't,the hyperlens would be a powerful tool.A hyperlens would allow researchers to see things at the smallest scale imaginable—as small as the wavelength of visible light.

Genov points out that the science of metamaterials is driven by the imagination:If someone can think of an idea for a new behavior for light,then the engineers can find a way to design a device using metamaterials.“We need people who can imagine,”he says.

Since 2006，many laboratories have been exploring other kinds of metamaterials that don't involve just visible light.In fact,scientists are finding that almost any kind of wave may respond to metamaterials.

At the Polytechnic University of Valencia in Spain,Jose Sanchez-Dehesa is working with acoustics,or the science of sound.Just as an invisibility cloak shuffles waves of light,an“acoustic”cloak would shuffle waves of sound in a way that's not found in nature.In an orchestra hall,for example.an acoustic cloak could redirect the sound waves-so someone sitting behind a column would hear the same concert as the rest of the audience,without distortion.

Sanchez-Dehesa,an engineer,recently showed that it's possible to build such an acoustic cloak,though he doubts we'll see one any time soon.“In principle,it is possible,”he says,but it might be impossible to make one,he adds.

Other scientists are looking into ways to use larger metamaterials as shields around islands or oil rigs as protection from tsunamis.A tsunami is a giant,destructive wave.The metamaterial would redirect the tsunami around the rig or island,and the wave would resume its journey on the other side without causing any harm.

第3篇A Sunshade for the Planet

Even with the best will in the world,reducing our carbon emissions is not going to prevent global warming.It has become clear that even if we take the strongest measures to control emissions,the uncertainties in our climate models still leave open the possibility of extreme warming and rises in sea level.At the same time,resistance by governments and special interest groups makes it quite possible that the actions suggested by climate scientists might not be implemented soon enough.

Fortunately,if the worst comes to the worst,scientists still have a few tricks up their sleeves.For the most part they have strongly resisted discussing these options for fear of inviting a sense of complacency that might thwart efforts to tackle the root of the problem.Until now,that is.A growing number of researchers are taking a fresh look at large-scale“geoengineering”projects that might be used to counteract global warming.“I use the analogy of methadone,”says Stephen Schneider,a climate researcher at Stanford University in California who was among the first to draw attention to global warming.“If you have a heroin addict,the correct treatment is hospitalization,and a long rehab.But if they absolutely refuse,methadone is better than heroin.”

Basically the idea is to apply“sunscreen”to the whole planet.One astronomer has come up with a radical plan to cool Earth:Launch trillions of feather-light discs into space,where they would form a vast cloud that would block the sun's rays.It's controversial,but recent studies suggest there are ways to deflect just enough of the sunlight reaching the Earth's surface to counteract the warming produced by the greenhouse effect.Global climate models show that blocking just 1.8 percent of the incident energy in the sun's rays would cancel out the warming effects produced by a doubling of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere.That could be crucial,because even the most severe emissions-control measures being proposed would leave us with a doubling of carbon dioxide by the end of this century,and that would last for at least a century more.

Why Would They Falsely Confess?

Why on earth would an innocent person falsely confess to committing a crime?To most people,it just doesn't seem logical.But it is logical,say experts.If you understand what all happen in a police interrogation（审讯）room.

Under the right conditions,people's minds are susceptible（易受影响的）to influence,and the pressure put on suspects during police questioning is enormous.（46）
 “The pressure is important to understand,because otherwise it's impossible to understand why someone would say he did something he didn't do.The answer is:to put all end to an uncomfortable situation that will continue until he does confess.”

Developmental psychologist Mary Redlich recently conducted a laboratory study to determine how likely people are to confess to things they didn't do.（47）
 The researchers then intentionally crashed the computers and accused the participants of hitting“alt”key to see if they would sign a statement falsely taking responsibility.Redlich's findings clearly demonstrate how easy it can be to get people to falsely confess:59 percent of the young adults in the experiment immediately confessed.（48）
 Of the 15- to 16-year-olds,72 percent signed confessions,as 13-year-olds.

“There's no question that young people are more at risk,”says Saul Kassin,a psychology professor at Williams College,who has done similar studies with similar.（49）


Both Kassin and Redlich note that the entire“interrogation”in their experiments consisted of a simple accusation—not hours of aggressive questioning—and still,most participants made falsely decision.

 “In some ways,”says Kassin,“false confession becomes a rational decision.”

What Is Globalization?

It was the anti-globalization movement that really put globalization on the map.As a word it has existed since the 1960s,but the protests against this allegedly new process,which its opponents condemn as a way of ordering people's lives,brought globalization out of the financial and academic worlds and into everyday current affairs.

In the late 1980s and early 1990s,the business model called the“globalized”financial market came to be seen as an entity that could have more than just an economic impact on the parts of the world it touched.Globalization came to be seen as more than simply a way of doing business,or running financial markets—it became a process.From then on the word took on a life of its own.

So how does the globalized market work?It is modern communications that make it possible; for the British service sector to deal with its customers through a call centre in India,or for a sportswear（运动服）manufacturer to design its products in Europe,make them in southeast Asia and sell them in north America.

But this is where the anti-globalization side gets stuck in（关注）.If these practices replace domestic economic life with an economy that is heavily influenced or controlled from overseas.Then the creation of a globalized economic model and the process of globalization can also be seen as a surrender of power to the corporations,or a means of keeping poorer nations in their place.

Not everyone agrees that globalization is necessarily evil,or that globalized corporations are running the lives of individuals or are more powerful than nations.Some say that the spread of globalization,free markets and free trade into the developing world is the best way to beat poverty—the only problem is that free markets and free trade do not yet truly exist.

Globalization can be seen as a positive,negative or even marginal process.And regardless of whether it works for good or ill,globalization's exact meaning will continue to be the subject of debate among those who oppose,support or simply observe it.

Podcast

Recently a group of second-graders visited our school library to work on a“holidays around the world”project.The children created pictures showing holiday customs and then created voice recordings explaining what they drew.The incident showed very clearly the effectiveness of student-created voice recordings.Now imagine taking things one step further and creating Podcasts in a classroom setting.

The term Podcast（播客）refers to an audio recording,linked to the Web,that can be downloaded to a personal MP3 player.The word is created from broadcast and from iPod—the wildly popular MP3 player from Apple.

Using audio with students isn't new,of course.Teachers have used audiobooks at listening centers and recorded student voice on tape or CD.Voice and music are the original media for teaching.Podcasts,however,can reach a much wider audience in a time frame outside the school days.Booktalking,an old way of getting kids excited about books,gets a tech assistance with Podcasting.Students can do some booktalking themselves; book review Podcasts seem to be another natural way for students to share what they know,providing an alternative to the book report.

There are a number of excellent reasons for using Podcasting.Teachers made audio Podcasts,including visuals or video clips for any content area instruction and review.Some teachers have begun to record themselves teaching important concepts; this creates an account of information online for kids to access when they're stuck on a homework assignment.Audio and video files can also function as assessment tools.Imagine being a classroom teacher in September who can actually hear how his or her students were reading in June the school year before.

第1篇 Invisibility Ring

Scientists can't yet make an invisibility cloak like the one that Harry Potter uses.But,for the first time,they've constructed a simple cloaking device that makes itself and something placed inside it invisible to microwaves.

When a person“sees”an object,his or her eye senses many different waves of visible light as they bounce off the object.The eye and brain then work together to organize these sensations and reconstruct the object's original shape.So,to make an object invisible,scientists have to keep waves from bouncing off it.And they have to make sure the object casts no shadow.Otherwise,the absence of reflected light on one side would give the object away.

Invisibility isn't possible yet with waves of light that the human eye can see.But it is now possible with microwaves.Like visible light,microwaves are a form of radiant energy.The yare part of the electromagnetic spectrum,which also includes radio waves,infrared light,ultraviolet rays,X rays,and gamma rays.The wavelengths of microwaves are shorter than those of radio waves but longer than those of visible light.

The scientists' new“invisibility device”is the size of a drink coaster and shaped like a ring.The ring is made of a special material with unusual ability.When microwaves strike the ring,very few bounce off it.Instead,they pass through the ring,which bends the waves all the way around until they reach the opposite side.The waves then return to their original paths.

To a detector set up to receive microwaves on the other side of the ring,it looks as if the waves never changed their paths as if there were no object in the way! So,the ring is effectively invisible.

When the researchers put a small copper loop inside the ring,it,too,is nearly invisible.However,the cloaking device and anything inside it do cast a pale shadow.And the device works only for microwaves,not for visible light or any kind of electromagnetic radiation.So,Harry Potter's invisibility cloak doesn't have any real competition yet.

第2篇 Weaving with Light

In the Sierra Madre mountain range of west central Mexico,the native Huichol people live much the way their ancestors did—without electricity.That's because it's too expensive to string power lines to the remote mountain areas where they live.To help support themselves,the Huichol create beautiful artwork.They sell their art in cities hundreds of miles away from their villages.And without electricity—at home or on the road,they can only work during daylight hours.When it gets dark,they must stop whatever they're doing.

Now,a team of scientists,designers,and architects is using new technologies to provide the Huichol with light after the sun sets.The scientists' technique involves weaving tiny electronic crystals into fabrics that can be made into clothes,bags,or other items.

By collecting the sun's energy during the day,these lightweight fabrics provide bright white light at night.Their inventors have named the fabrics“Portable Lights.”Portable Lights have the potential to transform the lives of people without electricity around the world,says project leader Sheila Kennedy.

“Our invention,”Kennedy says,“came from seeing how we could transform technology we saw every day in the United States and move it into new markets for people who didn't have a lot of money.”

At the core of Portable Light technology are devices called high-brightness light-emitting diodes,or HB LEDs.These tiny lights appear in digital clocks,televisions,and streetlights.

LEDs are completely different from the light bulbs.Most of those glass bulbs belong to a type called incandescent lights.Inside,electricity heats a metal coil to about 2，200 degrees Celsius.At that temperature,bulbs give off light we can see.

Ninety percent of energy produced by incandescent lights,however,is heat—and invisible.With all that wasted energy,bulbs burn out quickly.They are also easily broken.

LEDs,on the other hand,are like tiny pieces of rock made up of molecules that are arranged in a crystal structure.When an electric current passes through an LED,the crystal structure produces light.Unlike incandescent bulbs,they can produce light of various colors.Within an LED,the type of molecules and their particular arrangement determines what color is produced.

第3篇 Japanese Car Keeps Watch for Drunk Drivers

A concept car developed by Japanese company Nissan has a breathalyzer-like detection system and other instruments that could help keep drunk or over tired drivers off the road.

The car's sensors check odors inside the car and monitor a driver's sweat for traces of alcohol.An in-car computer system can issue an alert or even lock up the ignition system if the driver seems over-the-limit.The air odor sensors are fixed firmly and deeply in the driver and passenger seats,while a detector in the gear-shift knob measures perspiration from the driver's palm.

Other carmakers have developed similar detection systems.For example,Sweden's Volvo has developed a breathalyzer attached to a car's seat belt that drivers must blow into before the engine will start.

Nissan's new concept vehicle also includes a dashboard-mounted camera that tracks a drivers alertness by monitoring their eyes.It will sound an alarm and issue a spoken warning in Japanese or English if it judges that the driver needs to pull over and rest.

The car technology is still in development,but general manager Kazuhiro Doi says the combination of different detection systems should improve the overall effectiveness of the technology.“For example,if the gear-shift sensor was bypassed by a passenger using it instead of the driver,the facial recognition system would still be used,”Doi says.Nissan has no specific timetable for marketing the system,but aims to use technology to cut the number of fatalities involving its vehicles to half 1995 levels by 2015.

The car's seat belt can also tighten if drowsiness is detected,while an external camera checks that the car is keeping to its lane properly.However,Doi admits that some of the technology,such as the alcohol odor sensor,should be improved.“If you drink one beer,it's going to register,so we need to study what's the appropriate level for the system to activate,”he says.

In the UK,some research groups are using similar advanced techniques to understand driver behavior and the effectiveness of different road designs.

ADHD Linked to Air Pollutants

Children have an increased risk of attention problems, seen as early as grade school.If their moms inhaled（吸入）a certain type of air pollution when they were pregnant.That's the finding of a new study.Released when things didn't burn completely, this pollution is known as polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, or PAHs.The biggest sources of these PAHs: the burning of fossil fuels, wood and trash.

Frederica Perera works at Columbia University's Mailman School of Public Health in New York City.She researches how exposure to things in the environment affects children's health.In a new study,she and her team studied the exposure to air pollution of 233 nonsmoking pregnant women in New York City.Because burning tobacco can spew（排放）PAHs into the air and lungs, Perera's team focused on nonsmokers.The researchers wanted to probe（探查）other sources of PAHs, ones that would have been hard for an individual to avoid.

The team started by testing the blood of each woman during pregnancy.The reason:Any PAHs in a woman's blood would also be available to the baby in her womb.Nine years later, the researchers investigated signs of attention problems in those children, now age 9.They asked each child's mother a series of questions.These included whether her child had problems doing things that needed sustained（长期的）mental effort, such as homework or games with friends.The scientists also asked if the kids had trouble following instructions or made frequent, careless mistakes.All of these can be symptoms of a disorder called Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder, or ADHD.About one in 10 U.S.children has ADHD.

Among the women studied, traffic and home heating were the primary sources of air pollution exposure,Perera and her team suspect.Some of these women had low levels of PAHs in their blood.Others had high levels.Those with high levels were five times as likely to have children who showed attention problems by age 9.The new findings were published November 5 in the journal PLOS ONE.

First Image-recognition Software

1.Dartmouth researchers and their colleagues have created an artificial intelligence software that uses photos to locate documents on the Internet with far greater accuracy than ever before.

2.The new system, which was tested on photos and is now being applied to videos, shows for the first time that a machine learning algorithm （运算法则） for image recognition and retrieval is accurate and efficient enough to improve large-scale document searches online.The system uses pixel （像素） data in images and potentially video—rather than just text—to locate documents.It learns to recognize the pixels associated with a search phrase by studying the results from text-based image search engines.The knowledge gleaned （收集） from those results can then be applied to other photos without tags or captions （图片说明）, making for more accurate document search results.

3.“Over the last 30 years,” says Associate Professor Lorenzo Torresani, a co-author of the study, “the Web has evolved from a small collection of mostly text documents to a modern, massive, fast-growing multimedia data set, where nearly every page includes multiple pictures or videos.When a person looks at a Web page, he immediately gets the gist （主旨） of it by looking at the pictures in it.Yet, surprisingly, all existing popular search engines, such as Google or Bing, strip away the information contained in the photos and use exclusively the text of Web pages to perform the document retrieval.Our study is the first to show that modern machine vision systems are accurate and efficient enough to make effective use of the information contained in image pixels to improve document search.”

4.The researchers designed and tested a machine vision system—a type of artificial intelligence that allows computers to learn without being explicitly programmed—that extracts semantic （语义的） information from the pixels of photos in Web pages.This information is used to enrich the description of the HTML page used by search engines for document retrieval.The researchers tested their approach using more than 600 search queries （查询）on a database of 50 million Web pages.They selected the text-retrieval search engine with the best performance and modified it to make use of the additional semantic information extracted by their method from the pictures of the Web pages.They found that this produced a 30 percent improvement in precision over the original search engine purely based on text.

第1篇 Dangers Await Babies With Altitude

Women who live in the world's highest communities tend to give birth to underweight babies, a new study suggests.These babies may grow into adults with a high risk of heart disease and strokes.

Research has hinted that newborns in mountain communities are lighter than average.But it wasn't clear whether this is due to reduced oxygen levels at high altitude or because their mothers are under-nourished—many people who live at high altitudes are relatively poor compared with those living lower down.

To find out more, Dino Giussani and his team at Cambridge University studied the records of 400 births in Bolivia during 1976 and 1998.The babies were born in both rich and poor areas of two cities: La Paz and Santa Cruz.La Paz is the highest city in the world, at 3.65 kilometers above sea level, while Santa Cruz is much lower, at 0.44 kilometers.

Sure enough,Giussani found that the average birthweight of babies in La Paz was significantly lower than in Santa Cruz.This was true in both high and low-income families.Even babies born to poor families in Santa Cruz were heavier on average than babies born to wealthy families in lofty La Paz.“We were very surprised by this result,” says Giussani.

The results suggest that babies born at high altitude are deprived of oxygen before birth.“This may trigger the release or suppression of hormones that regulate growth of the unborn child,” says Giussani.

His team also found that high-altitude babies tended to have relatively larger heads compared with their bodies.This is probably because a fetus starved of oxygen will send oxygenated blood to the brain in preference to rest of the body.

Giussani wants to find out if such babies have a higher risk of disease in later life.People born in La Paz might be prone to heart trouble in adulthood, for example.Low birthweight is a risk factor for coronary（冠状的） heart disease.And newborns with a high ratio of head size to body weight are often predisposed to high blood pressure and strokes in later life.

第2篇 Why Buy Shade-Grown Coffee?

When people argue about whether coffee is good for health, they're usually thinking of the health of the coffee drinker.Is it good for your heart? Does it increase blood pressure? Does it help you concentrate? However, coffee affects the health of the human population in other ways, too.

Traditionally, coffee bushes were planted under the canopy（树冠）of taller indigenous（土生土长的）trees.However, more and more farmers in Latin America are deforesting the land to grow full-sun coffees.At first, this increases production because more coffee bushes can be planted if there aren't any trees.With increased production come increased profits.

Unfortunately, deforesting for coffee production immediately decreases local-wildlife habitat.Native birds nest and hide from predators（捕食者）in the tall trees and migrat-ing birds rest there.

Furthermore, in the long term, the full-sun method also damages the ecosystem because more chemical fertilizers and pesticides are needed to grow the coffee.The fertilizers and pesticides kill insects that eat coffee plant, but then the birds eat the poisoned insects and also die.The chemicals kill or sicken other animals as well, and can even enter the water that people will eventually drink.

Fortunately, farmers in Central and South America are beginning to grow more coffee bushes in the shade.We can support these farmers by buying coffee with such labels as “shade grown” and “bird friendly.” Sure, these varieties might cost a little more.But we're paying for the health of the birds, the land, ourselves, and the planet.I think it's worth it.

第3篇 More Rural Research is Needed

Agricultural research funding is vital if the world is to feed itself better than it does now.Dr.Tony Fischer, crop scientist, said demand was growing at 2.5% per year but with modern technologies and the development of new ones, the world should be able to stay ahead.

“The global decline in investment in international agricultural research must be reversed if significant progress is to be made towards reducing malnutrition（营养不良）and poverty.” he said.

Research is needed to solve food production, land degradation（贫瘠化）and environmental problems.Secure local food supplies led to economic growth which,in turn, slowed population growth.Dr.Fischer painted a picture of the world's ability to feed itself in the first 25 years, when the world's population is expected to rise from 5.8 to 8 billion people.He said that things will probably hold or improve but there'll still be a lot of hungry people.The biggest concentration of poor and hungry people would be in sub-Saharan Africa and southern Asia in 2020, similar to the current pattern.If there is any change, a slight improvement will be seen in southern Asia, but not in sub-Saharan Africa.The major improvement will be in East Asia, South America and South-East Asia.

The developing world was investing about 0.5%, or $8 billion a year, of its agricultural gross domestic product（GDP）on research and developed world was spending 2.5% of its GDP.Dr.Fischer said more was needed from all countries.

He said crop research could produce technologies that spread across many countries, such as wheat production research having spin-offs（有用的副产品）for Mexico, China or India.

“Technologies still need to be refined for the local conditions but a lot of the strategic research can have global application, so that money can be used very efficiently.” Dr.Fischer said.

Yields of rice, wheat and maize（玉米）have grown impressively in the past 30 years, especially in developing countries.For example, maize production rose from 2 to 8 tonnes per hectare between 1950 and 1995.But technologies driving this growth,such as high-yield varieties, fertilizers, and irrigation, were becoming exhausted.“If you want to save the land for non-agricultural activities, for forests and wildlife, you're going to have to increase yield.” Dr.Fischer said.

Avoiding traffic jams in Los Angeles may be impossible, but the city's colorful freeway murals（壁画）can brighten even the worst commute.Paintings that depict（描述）famous people and historical scenes cover office buildings and freeway walls all across the city.With a collection of more than 2,000 murals, Los Angeles is the unofficial mural capital of the world.

So Many “Earths”

1.The Milky Way（银河） contains billions of Earth-sized planets that could support life. That's the finding of new study. It draws on data that came from NASA's top planet-hunting telescope.

2.A mechanical failure recently put that Kepler space telescope out of service. Kepler had played a big role in creating a census of planets orbiting some 170,000 stars. Its date have been helping astronomers predict how common planets are in our galaxy. The telescope focused on hunting planets that might have conditions similar to those on Earth.

Climate Change:The Long Reach

1.Earth is warming. Sea levels are rising. There's more carbon in the air, and Arctic ice is melting faster than at any time in recorded history. Scientists who study the environment to better gauge （评估） Earth's future climate now argue that these changes may not reverse for a very long time.

2.People burn fossil fuels like coal and oil for energy. That burning releases carbon dioxide, a colorless gas.In the air, this gas traps heat at Earth's surface. And the more carbon dioxide released, the more the planet warms. If current consumption of fossil fuels doesn't slow, the long-term climate impacts could last thousands of years—and be more severe than scientists had been expecting. Climatologist Richard Zeebe of the University of Hawaii at Manoa offers this conclusion in a new paper.

3.Most climate-change studies look at what's going to happen in the next century or so. During that time, changes in the planet's environment could nudge （推动） global warming even higher. For example: Snow and ice reflect sunlight back into space. But as these melt, sunlight can now reach—and warm—the exposed ground. This extra heat raises the air temperature even more, causing even more snow to melt. This type of rapid exaggeration of impacts is called a “fast feedback.”

4.Zeebe says it's important to look at fast feedbacks. However, he adds, they're limited. From a climate change perspective,“This century is the most important time for the next few generations,” he told Science News. “But the world is not ending in 2100.” For his new study, Zeebe now focuses on“slow feedbacks.”While fast feedback events unfold over decades or centuries, slow feedbacks can take thousands of years. Melting of continental ice sheets and the migration of plant life—as they relocate to more comfortable areas—are two examples of slow feedbacks.

5.Zeebe gathered information from previously published studies investigating how such processes played out over thousands of years during past dramatic changes in climate.Then he came up with a forecast for the future that accounts for both slow and fast feedback processes. Climate forecasts that use only fast feedbacks predict a 4.5 degree Celsius （8.1 degree Fahrenheit） change by the year 3000.But slow feedbacks added another 1.5℃— for a 6℃ total increase, Zeebe reports. He also found that slow feedback events will cause global warming to persist for thousands of years after people run out of fossil fuels to burn.

It pays to be smart, but we are not all smart in the same way.You may be a talented musician, but you might not be a good reader. Each of us is different. Psychologists disagree about what is intelligence and what are talents or personal abilities.Psychologists have two different views on intelligence.Some believe there is one general intelligence.Others believe there are many different intelligences.

Some psychologists say there is one type of intelligence that can be measured with IQ tests.These psychologists support their view with research that concludes that people who do well on one kind of test for mental ability do well on other tests.They do well on tests using words, numbers or pictures. They do well on individual or group tests, and written or oral tests.Those who do poorly on one test, do the same on all tests.

Studies of the brain show that there is a biological basis for general intelligence.The brain of intelligence people use less energy during problem solving.The brain waves of people with higher intelligence show a quicker reaction.Some researchers conclude that differences in intelligence result from differences in the speed and effectiveness of information processing by the brain.

Howard Gardner, a psychologist at the Harvard School of Education, has four children.He believes that all children are different and shouldn't be tested by one intelligence test.Although Gardner believes general intelligence exists, he doesn't think it tells much about the talents of a person outside of formal schooling.He think that the human mind has different intelligences.These intelligences allow us to solve the kinds of problems we are presented with in life.Each of us has different abilities within these intelligences.Gardner believes that the purpose of school should be to encourage development of all of our intelligences.

Gardner says that his theory is based on biology.For example ,when one part of the brain is injured ,other parts of the brain still work.People who cannot talk because of brain damage can still sing.So ,there is not just one intelligence to lose.Gardner has identified 8 different kinds of intelligence:linguistic, mathematical, spatial, musical, interpersonal, intrapersonal, body-kinesthetic（身体动觉的）,and naturalistic.

The Russian Mir Space Station, which came down in 2001 at last after 15 years of pioneering the concept of long-term human space flight, is remembered for its accomplishments in the human space flight history. It can be credited with many firsts in space. During Mir's lifetime, Russia spent about US $4.2 billion to build and maintain the station.

The Soviet Union launched Mir, which was designed to last from three to five years, on February 20, 1986, and housed 104 astronauts over 12 years and seven months, most of whom were not Russian. In fact, it became the first international space station by playing host to 62 people from 11 countries. From 1995 through 1998, seven astronauts from the United States took turns living on Mir for up to six months each. They were among the 37 Americans who visited the station during nine stopovers by space shuttles.

The more than 400 million the United States provided Russian for the visits not only kept Mir operating, but also gave the Americans and their partners in the international station project valuable experience in long-term flight and multinational operations.

A debate continues over Mir's contributions to science. During its existence, Mir was the laboratory for 23,000 experiments and carried scientific equipment, estimated to be worth $80 million, from many nations.Experiments on Mir are credited with a range of findings, from the first solid measurement of the ration of heavy helium atoms in space to how to grow wheat in space. But for those favoring human space exploration, Mir showed that people could live and work in space long enough for a trip to Mars. The longest single stay in space is the 437.7 days that Russian astronaut Valery Polyakov spent on Mir from 1994 to 1995. And Sergie Avdeyev accumulated 747.6 days in space in three trips to the space station. The longest American stay was that of Shannon Lucid, who spent 188 days aboard Mir in 1996.

Despite the many firsts Mir accomplished, 1997 was a bad year out of 15 for Mir. In 1997, an oxygen generator caught fire. Later, the main computer system broke down, causing the station to drift several times and there were power failures.

Most of these problems were repaired, with American help and suppliers, but Mir's reputation as a space station was ruined. Mir's setbacks are nothing, though, when we compare them with its accomplishments. Mir was a tremendous success, which will be remembered as a milestone in space exploration and the space station that showed long-term human habitation in space was possible. But it's time to move on to the next generation. The International Space Station being built will be better, but it owes a great debt to Mir.

第3篇 Eye-tracker Lets You Drag and Drop Files with a Glance

Bored of using a mouse? Soon you'll be able to change stuff on your computer screen—and then move it directly onto your smart phone or tablet（平板电脑）—with nothing more than a glance.

A system called Eye Drop uses a head-mounted eye tracker that simultaneously records your field of view so it knows where you are looking on the screen. Gazing at an object—a photo, says—and then pressing a key, selects that object. It can then be moved from the screen to a tablet or smart phone just by glancing at the second device, as long as the two are connected wirelessly.

“The beauty of using gaze to support this is that our eyes naturally focus on content that we want to acquire,”says Jayson Turner, who developed the system with colleagues at Lancaster University, UK.

Turner believes Eye Drop would be useful to transfer an interactive map or contact information from a public display to your smart phone or for sharing photos.

A button needs to be used to select the object you are looking at, otherwise you end up with the “Midas touch”（点石成金） effect, whereby everything you look at gets selected by your gaze, says Turner.“Imagine if your mouse clicked on everything it pointed at,”he says.

Christian Holz, a researcher in human-computer interaction at Yahoo Labs in Sunnyvale,California, says the system is a nice take on getting round this fundamental problem of using gaze-tracking to interact.“Eye Drop solves this in a slick （灵巧的）way by combining it with input on the touch devices we carry with us most of the time anyway and using touch input as a clutching mechanism,”he says.“This
 now allows users to seamlessly（无缝地）interact across devices far and close in a very natural manner.”

While current eye-trackers are rather bulky, mainstream consumer devices are not too far away. Swedish firm Tobii is developing gaze-tracking technology that can be installed in laptops and tablets and is expected to be available to buy next year. And the Google Glass headset is expected to include eye-tracking in the future.

Turner says he has also looked at how content can be cut and pasted or drag-and-dropped using a mix of gaze and taps on a touch screen. The system was presented at the Conference on Mobile and Ubiquitous Multimedia in Sweden, last week.

The Day a Language Died

When Carios Westez died at the age of 76, a language died, too. Westez, more commonly known as Red Thunder Cloud, was the last speaker of the Native American language Catawba. Anyone who wants to hear the songs of the Catawba can contact the Smithsonian Institution in Washington, D.C., where, back in the 1940s, Red Thunder Cloud recorded a series of songs for future generations.46
 They are all that is left of the Catawba language. The language that people used to speak is gone forever.

We are all aware of the danger that modern industry can cause the world's ecology（生态）. However , few people are aware of the impact widely spoken languages have on other languages and ways of life. English has spread all over the world. Chinese, Spanish, Russian, and Hindi have become powerful languages as well.47
 When this happens, hundreds of languages that are spoken by only a few die out.

Scholars believe there are around 6,000 languages around the world, but more than half of them could die out within the next 100 years. There are many examples, Araki is a native language of the island of Vanuatu, located in the Pacific Ocean. It is spoken by only a few older adults, so like Catawba, Araki will soon disappear. Many languages of Ethiopia will have the same fate because each one has only a few speakers.48
 In the Americas, 100 languages, each of which has fewer than 300 speakers, are dying out.

Red Thunder Cloud was one of the first to recognize the danger of language death and to try to do something about it. He was not actually born into the Catawba tribe, and the language was not his mother tongue. 49

What does it mean for the rest of us when a language disappears? Wide World of Robots

Engineers who build and program robots have fascinating jobs. These researchers tinker（修补）with machines in the lab and write computer software to control these devices. “They're the best toys out there,”says Howle Choset at Carnegie Mellon University in Pittsburgh. Choset is a roboticist, a person who designs, builds or programs robots.

When Choset was a kid, he was interested in anything that moved—cars, trains, animals. He put motors on Tinkertoy cars to make them move. Later, in high school, he built mobile robots similar to small cars.

Hoping to continue working on robots, he studied computer science in college. But when he got to graduate school at the California Institute of Technology in Pasadena, Choset's labmates were working on something even cooler than remotely controlled cars: robotic snakes. Some robots can move only forward, backward, left and right. But snakes can twist（扭曲）in many directions and travel over a lot of different types of terrain（地形）. “Snakes are far more interesting than the cars, ”Choset concluded.

After he started working at Carnegie Mellon, Choset and his colleagues there began developing their own snake robots. Choset's team programmed robots to perform the same movements as real snakes, such as sliding and inching forward. The robots also moved in ways that snakes usually don't, such as rolling. Choset's snake robots could crawl（爬行）through the grass, swim in a pond and even climb a flagpole.

But Choset wondered if his snakes might be useful for medicine as well. For some heart surgeries, the doctor has to open a patient's chest, cutting through the breastbone. Recovering from these surgeries can be very painful. What if the doctor could perform the operation by instead making a small hole in the body and sending in a thin robotic snake?

Choset teamed up with Marco Zenati, a heart surgeon now at Harvard Medical School, to investigate the idea. Zenati practiced using the robot on a plastic model of the chest and they tested the robot in pigs.

A company called Medrobotics in Boston is now adapting the technology to surgeries on people.

Even after 15 years of working with his team's creations, “I still don't get bored of watching the motion of my robots,” Choset says.

Black Holes

1.Black holes can be best described as a sort of vacuum, sucking up everything in space. Scientists have discovered that black holes come from an explosion of huge stars. Stars that are near death can no longer burn due to loss of fuel, and because its temperature can no longer control the gravitational（重力的）force, hydrogen ends up putting pressure onto the star's surface until it suddenly explodes then collapses.

2.Black holes come from stars that are made of hydrogen, other gases and a few metals. It's possible for a large star near the sun to become a black hole, but the sun will continue to stay in place. Orbits（轨道）do not change because the newly formed black hole contains exactly the same amount of mass as when it was a star, only this its mass is totally contracted that it can end up as no bigger than a state.

4.So far, astronomers have figured out that black holes exist because of Albert Einstein's theory of relativity. In the end, through numerous studies, they have discovered that black holes truly exist. Since black holes trap light and do not give off light, it is not possible to detect black holes via a telescope. 第1篇 Energy and Public Lands

The United States boasts substantial energy resources. Federal lands provide a good deal of US energy production.The US Department of the Interior manages federal energy leasing（租赁）both on land and on the offshore outer continental shelf.

Production from these sources amounts to nearly 30 percent of total annual US energy production.

In 2000, 32 percent of US oil, 35 percent of natural gas, and 37 percent of coal were produced from federal lands, representing 20,000 producing oil and gas leases and 135 producing coal leases. Federal lands are also estimated to contain approximately 68 percent of all undiscovered US oil reserves and 74 percent of undiscovered natural gas.

Revenues from federal oil, gas, and coal leasing provide significant returns to US taxpayers as well as State Government. In 1999, for example, $553 million in oil and gas revenues were paid to the US Treasury, and non-India coal leases accounted for over $304 million in revenues, of which 50 percent were paid to State governments. Public lands also play a critical role in energy delivery. Each year, federal land managers authorize rights of way for transmission lines, rail systems, pipelines, and other facilities related to energy production and use.

Alternative energy production from federal lands falls behind conventional energy production, though the amount is still significant. For example, federal geothermal（地热）resources produce about 7.5 billion kilowatt-hours（千瓦时）of electricity per year, 47 percent of all electricity generated from US geothermal energy. There are 2,960 wind turbines on public lands in California alone, producing electricity for about 300,000 people. Federal hydropower facilities produce about 17 percent of all hydropower produced in the United States.

Because of the growing US thirst for energy and increasing public unease with dependence on foreign oil sources, pressure on public lands to meet US energy demand is becoming more intense. Public lands are available for energy development only after they have been evaluated through the land use planning process. If development of energy resources conflicts with management or use of other resources, development restrictions or impact moderation measures may be enforced, or mineral be banned altogether.

第2篇 Putting Plants to Work

Using the power of the sun is nothing new. People have had solar-powered calculators and buildings with solar panels（太阳能电池板）for decades. But plants are the real experts. They've been using sunlight as an energy source for billions of years.

Cells in the green leaves of plants work like tiny factories to convert sunlight, carbon dioxide（二氧化碳）, and water into sugars and starches（淀粉）, stored energy that the plants can use. This conversion process is called photosynthesis（光合作用）. Unfortunately, unless you're a plant, it's difficult and expensive to convert sunlight into storable energy. That's why scientists are taking a closer look at exactly how plants do it.

Some scientists are trying to get plants, or biological cells that act like plants, to work as very small photosynthesis power stations. For example, Maria Ghirardi of the National Renewable Energy Laboratory in Golden. Colo., is working with green algae（水藻）. She's trying to trick them into producing hydrogen instead of sugars when they perform photosynthesis. Once the researchers can get the algae working efficiently, the hydrogen that they produce could be used to power fuel cells in cars or to generate electricity.

The algae are grown in narrow-necked glass bottles to produce hydrogen in the lab. During photosynthesis, plants normally make sugars or starches. “But under certain conditions, a lot of algae are able to use the sunlight energy not to store starch, but to make hydrogen.”Ghirardi says. For example, algae will produce hydrogen in an air free environment. It's the oxygen in the air that prevents algae from making hydrogen most of the time.

Working in an airfree environment, however, is difficult. It's not a practical way to produce cheap energy. But Ghirardi and her colleagues have discovered that by removing a chemical called sulfate（硫酸盐）from the environment that the algae grow in, they will make hydrogen instead of sugars, even when air is present.

Unfortunately, removing the sulfate also makes the algae's cells work very slowly, and not much hydrogen is produced. Still, the researchers see this as a first step in their goal to produce hydrogen efficiently from algae. With more work, they may be able to speed the cells' activity and produce larger quantities of hydrogen.

The researchers hope that algae will one day be an easy-to-use fuel source. The organisms are cheap to get and to feed, Ghirardi says, and they can grow almost anywhere: “You can grow them in a reactor, in a pond. You can grow them in the ocean. There's a lot of flexibility in how you can use these organisms.”

第3篇 On the Trail of the Honey Badger

On a recent field trip to the Kalahari Desert, a team of researchers learnt a lot more about honey badgers（獾）. The team employed a local wildlife expert, Kitso Khama, to help them locate and follow the badgers across the desert. Their main aim was to study the badgers' movements and behavior as discreetly（谨慎地）as possible without frightening them away or causing them to change their natural behavior. They also planned to trap a few and study them close up before releasing them. In view of the animal's reputation, this was something that even Khama was reluctant to do.

“The problem with honey badgers is they are naturally curious animals, especially when they see something new.” he says.“That, combined with their unpredictable nature, can be a dangerous mixture. If they sense you have food, for example, they won't be shy about coming right up to you for something to eat. They're actually quite sociable creatures around humans, but as soon as they feel they might be in danger, they can become extremely vicious（凶恶的）. Fortunately this is rare, but it does happen.”

The research confirmed many things that were already known. As expected, honey badgers ate any creatures they could catch and kill. Even poisonous snakes, feared and avoided by most other animals, were not safe from them. The researchers were surprised, however, by the animal's fondness for local melons, probably because of their high water content. Previously researchers thought that the animal got all of its liquid requirements from its prey（猎物）. The team also learnt that, contrary to previous research findings, the badgers occasionally formed loose family groups. They were also able to confirm certain results from previous research, including the fact that female badgers never socialised with each other.

Following some of the male badgers was a challenge, since they can cover large distances in a short space of time. Some hunting territories cover more than 500 square kilometers. Although they seem happy to share these territories with other males, there are occasional fights over an important food source, and male badgers can be as aggressive towards each other as they are towards other species.

As the badgers became accustomed to the presence of people, it gave the team the chance to get up close to them without being the subject of the animals'curiosity—or their sudden aggression. The badgers' eating patterns, which had been disrupted,returned to normal. It also allowed the team to observe more closely some of the other creatures that form working associations with the honey badger, as these seemed to adopt badgers' relaxed attitude when near humans.

The Tough Grass that Sweetens Our Lives

Sugar cane was once a wild grass that grew in New Guinea and was used by local people for roofing their houses and fencing their gardens. Gradually a different variety evolved which contained sucrose（蔗糖）and was chewed on for its sweet taste. Over time, sugar cane became a highly valuable commercial plant, grown throughout the world.（46）


Sugar became a vital ingredient in all kinds of things, from confectionery（糖果点心）to medicine, and, as the demand for sugar grew, the industry became larger and more profitable.（47）
 Many crops withered（枯萎）and died, despite growers' attempts to save them, and there were fears that the health of the plant would continue to deteriorate.

In the 1960s, scientists working in Barbodos looked for ways to make the commercial species stronger and more able to resist disease. They experimented with breeding programmes, mixing genes from the wild species of sugar cane,which tends to be tougher,with genes from the more delicate, commercial type.（48）
 This sugar cane is not yet ready to be sold commercially, but when this happens, it is expected to be incredible profitable for the industry.

 Brazil, which produces one quarter of the world's sugar, has coordinated an international project under Professor Paulo Arrudo of the Universidade Estaudual de Campinas in Sao Paulo. Teams of experts have worked with him to discover more about which parts of the genetic structure of the plant are important for the production of sugar and its overall health.

Despite all the research, however, we still do not fully understand how the genes function in sugar cane.（50）

Eastern Quakes Can Trigger Big Shakes

In the first week of November 2011，people in central Oklahoma experienced more than two dozen earthquakes.The largest,a magnitude（量）5.6 earth quake,shook thousands of fans in a college football stadium,caused cracks in a few buildings and scared many people who had never felt a quake before.Oklahoma is not an area of the country famous for its quakes.If you watch the news on TV,you see reports about all sorts of natural disasters.But the most dangerous type of natural disaster,and also the most unpredictable,is the earthquake.

Researchers at the U.S.Geological Survey（USGS）estimate that several million earthquakes occur globally each year.That may sound scary,but people don't feel many of them because they happen in remote and unpopulated regions.Many quakes happen under the ocean,and others have a very small magnitude.

Scientists know about small,remote quakes only because of very sensitive electronic devices called seismometers（地震仪）.These devices detect and measure the size of ground vibrations（震颤）produced by earthquakes.Altogether,USGS researchers use seismometers to identify and locate about 20，000 earthquakes each year.

Although earthquakes can happen anywhere in the world,really big quakes occur only in certain areas.The largest ones register a magnitude 8 or higher and happen,on average,only once each year.Such big ones typically occur along the edges of Earth's tectonic plates（构造板块）.

Tectonic plates are huge pieces of Earth's crust（外壳），sometimes many kilometers thick.Often,edges of these plates temporarily lock together.When plates push and scrape（擦）past each other earthquakes occur.On average,tectonic plates move very slowly—about the same speed as your fingernails grow.

But sometimes earthquakes rumble（轰轰作响）through portions of the landscape far from a plate's edges.Although less expected,these “mid-plate” small earthquakes can be substantial damage.Some of the biggest known examples hit the eastern half of the United States two centuries ago.Today,scientists are still puzzling over why the quakes occurred and when similar ones might occur.

Learn about Noble Gases（惰性气体）

1.Have you ever ridden on a balloon? Many tourist spots offer balloon rides in order for people to see the beauty of a place from above.A balloon contains a noble gas called helium（氦）.Formerly,balloons contained hydrogen,but hydrogen is very flammable and dangerous when uncontrolled.Therefore,people shifted to helium,which is safer.Helium is safe because it has the properties of the noble gases.

2.People once believed that noble gases couldn't chemically react at all.For this reason,they were called inert gases（惰性气体）.They were also listed under Group 0 in the old periodic table because scientists believed that the gases have zero valence（价）electrons in their outer shell.This was later proven to be untrue when some noble gas compounds were discovered.

3.The gases are elements,which share similar properties.These properties include being monoatomic,colorless,odorless,being able to conduct electricity,and having low chemical reactivity.Noble gases include Helium,Neon,Argon,Krypton,Xenon and Radon.These are all found in Group 18，in the rightmost column of the periodic table.If you look at the periodic table,you will notice that these elements are the only ones,which do not have a charge.Helium has the lowest molecular（分子的）weight while Radon is the heaviest.

4.Remember that chemical reactions occur because atoms have valence electrons,which are electrons in their outer shell.When the outer shell is “unfilled” or the required number of electrons is not yet complete,the atom is more reactive.Noble gases have a full outer shell,meaning that they have complete electrons in their outer shell.This complete number varies.For instance,the outer shell of Helium has 2 valence electrons while the outer shell of Xenon has 8 electrons.Nowadays,there remains to be a few noble gases because of the low chemical reactivity of these said gases.

5.Because of their properties,noble gases have many important applications.They are widely used in medicine and industries.For instance,liquid Helium is used for superconducting magnets（磁体）.These magnets are very important in physics and medicine.When a doctor suspects that a person's brain has been damaged,he might request for Magnetic Resonance Imaging（MRI）.MRI allows the doctor to “see” the brain,without operating on the patient.

第2篇 Archive Gallery:The Best of Bionics（仿生学）

Humans might be the most highly-evolved species on the planet,but most animals possess skills we can only dream of having.Imagine how much electricity we could save if we could see in the dark the way cats do.Imagine leaping from tree to tree like a monkey.Giraffes（长颈鹿），which are otherwise calm and good-natured,sleep only 4.6 hours a day.

We realized a long,long time ago that nature provides the best blueprint（蓝图）for invention.We've borrowed canals from beavers（河狸）and reflectors from cat's eyes.Although the words “bionics” became popular only after the 1960s,history shows that nature has always provided ideas on solving everyday problems.Our archives（档案）don't go back to the time of Leonardo da Vinci and his bird-like flying machines,but we can take you to the late 19th century,where we applied those same principles for building our first practical airplanes.

To prepare for their flight at Kitty Hawk,the Wright brothers studied the movements of pigeons to figure out how they stayed high up when they were heavier than air.Their success inspired scores of successors to improve on the airplane by studying various aspects of nature.One of Orville Wright's pupils caught and stuffed seagulls to examine their wingspan.Meanwhile,two French inventors examined spinning sycamore（梧桐）seeds in an effort to apply those same motions,reversed,to a helicopter.

Some examples are more obvious than others.The outside of the airplane designed by the Wright brothers looks like a minimalistic（简单抽象艺术）structure.On the other hand,Barney Connett's fish submarine（潜水艇）actually looks like a fish.

Some bio-inspired concepts have yet to be invented.In the 1960s,the U.S.Army commissioned several university professors to conduct research on the motor skills animals in hope of applying those same abilities to tanks.Tanks that run like horses or jump like grasshoppers（蚂蚱）—sounds shocking,doesn't it? But imagine how life would change if we could achieve that.

第3篇 “Life Form Found” on Saturn's Titan

Scientists say they have discovered hints of alien life on the Saturn's moon.The discovery of a sort of life was announced after researchers at the U.S.space agency,NASA,analyzed data from spacecraft Cassini,which pointed to the existence of methane-based form of life on Saturn's biggest moon.

Scientists have reportedly discovered clues showing primitive alien beings are “breathing” in Titan's dense atmosphere filled with hydrogen.

They argue that hydrogen gets absorbed before hitting Titan's planet-like surface covered with methane lakes and rivers.This,they say,points to the existence of some “bugs” consuming the hydrogen at the surface of the moon less than half the size of the Earth.

“We suggested hydrogen consumption because it's the obvious gas for life to consume on Titan,similar to the way we consume oxygen on Earth,” says NASA scientist Chris McKay.“If these signs do turn out to be a sign of life,it would be doubly exciting because it would represent a second form of life independent from water-based life on Earth.”

To date,scientists have not yet detected this form of life anywhere,though there are liquid-water-based microorganisms on Earth that grow well on methane or produce it as a waste product.On Titan,where temperatures are around 90 Kelvin（minus 297.67 degrees Fahrenheit），a methane based organism would have to use a substance that is liquid as its medium for living processes,but not water itself.Water is frozen solid on Titan's surface and much too cold to support life as we know it.

Scientists had expected the Sun's interactions with chemicals in the atmosphere to produce a coating of acetylene on Titan's surface.But Cassini detected no acetylene on the surface.

The absence of detectable acetylene on the Titan's surface can very well have a non-biological explanation,said Mark Allen,a principal investigator of the NASA Titan team.

“Scientific conservatism suggests that a biological explanation should be the last choice after all non-biological explanations are addressed,” Allen said.“We have a lot of work to do to rule out possible non-biological explanations.It is more likely that a chemical process,without biology,can explain these results.”

Earth Rocks on

Most of the time,the ground feels solid beneath our feet.That's comforting.But it's also misleading because there's actually a lot going on underground.Masses of land（called plates）slip,slide,and bump against each other,slowly changing the shape of continents and oceans over millions and billions of years.

Scientists know that Earth formed about 4.5 billion years ago.They also know that our planet was hot at first.As it cooled,its outermost layer,called the crust（地壳），eventually formed moving plates.Exactly when this shift happened,however,is an open question.

Now,an international group of researchers has an answer.They've found new evidence suggesting that Earth's crust started shifting at least 3.8 billion years ago.The new estimate is 1.3 billion years earlier than previous ones.

Not long before 3.8 billion years ago,lots of asteroids（小行星）were hitting Earth,keeping its crust in a hot,melted state.After the hard crust formed,much of it sank at various times into the planet's hot insides.There,it melted before returning to the surface as lava （熔岩）.

In some places,however,the crust never sank.One of the oldest such places is in Greenland,in an area called the Isua supracrustal（上地壳）belt.The rocky crust there is between 3.7 and 3.8 billion years old.The belt was once part of the seafloor,but now it is exposed to air.

The researchers recently took a close look at the Isua supracrustal belt.They noticed long,parallel cracks in the rock that have been filled in with a type of volcanic rock.

To explain this structure,the scientists propose that tension in the crust caused the seafloor to crack open long ago.Hot,liquid rock,called magma（岩浆），flowed up slowly from deep inside Earth to fill the cracks.Finally,the whole area cooled,forming what we see today.

That explanation,plus chemical clues inside the rock,suggests that the Isua supracrustal belt was once part of a plate under the ocean,beginning around 3.8 billion years ago.

The IPad

The iPad is a tablet computer（平板电脑）designed and developed by Apple.It is particularly marketed as a platform for audio and visual media such as books,periodicals（期刊），movies,music,and games,as well as web content.At about 1.5 pounds（680 grams），its size and weight are between those of most contemporary smartphones and laptop computers.Apple released the iPad in April 2010，and sold 3 million of the devices in 80 days.

The iPad runs the same operating system as iPod Touch and iPhone.It can run its own applications as well as ones developed for iPhone.Without modification,it will only run programs approved by Apple and distributed via its online store.

Like iPhone and iPod Touch,the iPad is controlled by a multitouch display—a break from most previous tablet computers,which uses a pressure-triggered stylus（触控笔）.The iPad uses a Wi-Fi data connection to browse（浏览）the Internet,load and stream media,and install software.Some models also have a 3G wireless data connection which can connect to GSM 3G data networks.The device is managed and synchronized（同步）by iTunes on a personal computer via USB cable.

An iPad has different features and applications one can use to execute different and interesting things.There are lots of iPad applications that the owner can use to enhance the way they communicate.Some of these are how to use social networking sites and other online options.One of the most common uses is for e-mail services.IPad applications like Markdown Mail allow the adoption of specific and particular options.They enable the owner to personalize their e-mail accounts.

While the iPad is mostly used by consumers it also has been taken up by business users.Some companies are adopting iPads in their business offices by distributing or making available iPads to employees.Examples of uses in the workplace include lawyers responding to clients,medical professionals accessing health records during patient exams,and managers approving employee requests.A survey by Frost & Sullivan shows that iPad usage in workplaces is linked to the goals of increased employees productivity,reduced paperwork,and increased revenue.

第2篇The Book of Life

So far,scientists have named about 1.8 million living species,and that's just a fraction of what probably exists on Earth.With so many plants,animals,and other creatures covering the planet,it can be tough to figure out what type of spider is moving up your leg or what kind of bird is flying by.

A soon-to-be-launched Web site might help.An international team of researchers has announced the creation of a Web-based Encyclopedia of Life（EoL）.The project aims to catalog every species on Earth in a single,easy-to-use reference guide.

To get the encyclopedia started,the creators will use information from scientific databases that already exist.And eventually,in special sections of the site,non-scientists with specialized knowledge will get to join in.Bird-watchers,for example,will be able to input which birds they've seen and where.The technology for this kind of tool has only recently become available.

As the EoL develops,you might find it useful for school projects.The site will feature special pages for kids who are studying ecosystems（生态系统）in their neighborhoods.To make sure the encyclopedia is accurate,scientists will review much of the information added to it.People who visit the site will be able to choose to leave out pages that haven't been reviewed.

Another convenient feature of the EoL is that you'll be able to pick the level of detail you see to match your interests,age,and current knowledge.If you wanted to learn about bears for a science class report,for example,you could use the“novice”setting to get basic information about the animals.On the“expert”setting,on the other hand,you could get much more detailed information about the history,literature,and exploration of bears.

It now takes years for scientists to collect all the data they need to describe and analyze species.The creators of the Encyclopedia of Life hope that their new tool will speed that process.

第3篇 Longer Lives for Wild Elephants

Most people think of zoos as safe places for animals,where struggles such as having difficulty finding food and avoiding predators（猛兽）don't exist.Without such problems,animals in zoos should live to a ripe（成熟的）old age.

But that may not be true for the largest land animals on Earth.Scientists have known that elephants in zoos often suffer from poor health.They develop diseases,joint problems and behavior changes.Sometimes,they even become unable to have babies.

To learn more about how captivity（圈养）affects elephants,a team of international scientists compared the life spans of female elephants born in zoos with female elephants living outdoors in their native lands.Zoos keep detailed records of all the animals in their care,documenting factors such as birth dates,illnesses,weight and death.These records made it possible for the researchers to analyze 40 years of data on 800 African and Asian elephants in zoos across Europe.The scientists compared the life spans of the zoo-born female elephants with the life spans of thousands of wild female elephants in Africa and Asian elephants that work in logging camps（伐木场），over approximately the same time period.

The team found that female African elephants born in zoos lived an average of 16.9 years.Their wild counterparts who died of natural causes lived an average of 56 years—more than three times as long.Female Asian elephants followed a similar pattern.In zoos,they lived 18.9 years,while those in the logging camps lived 41.7 years.

Scientists don't know yet why wild elephants seem to get on so much better than their zoo-raised counterparts.Georgia Mason,a biologist at the University of Guelph in Canada who led the study,thinks stress and obesity（肥胖症）may be to blame.Zoo elephants don't get the same kind of exercise they would in the wild,and most are very fat.Social lives of elephants are also much different in zoos than in the wild,where they live in large herds and family groups.

The study raises some questions about acquiring more elephants to keep in zoos.While some threatened and endangered species living in zoos reproduce（生殖）successfully and maintain healthy populations,that doesn't appear to be the case with elephants.

Flying into History

When you turn on the television or read a magazine,celebrities（名人）are everywhere.Although fame and the media play such major roles in our lives today,it has not always been that way.（46）
 Many historians agree that Charles Lindbergh was one of the first major celebrities,or superstars.

Lindbergh was born in Detroit,Michigan,in 1902，but he grew up in Little Falls,Minnesota.As a child,he was very interested in how things worked,so when he reached college,he pursued a degree in engineering.At the age of 20，however,the allure（诱惑）of flying captured Lindbergh's imagination.（47）

During the same time,a wealthy hotel owner named Raymond Orteig was offering a generous award to the first pilot who could fly nonstop from New York City to Paris,France.The Orteig Prize was worth $25，000—a large amount even by today's standards.

Lindbergh knew he had the skills to complete the flight,but not just any plane was capable of flying that far for that long.（49）


On May 20，1927，Charles Lindbergh took off from Roosevelt Field in New York City and arrived the next day at an airstrip（简易机场）outside Paris.Named in honor of the sponsor,The Spirit of St.Louis carried Lindbergh across the Atlantic Ocean and into the record books.He became a national hero and a huge celebrity.

When he returned to the United States,Lindbergh rode in a ticker-tape（热烈的）parade held to celebrate his accomplishment.（50）

“Smokers who used cigarettes as mood 60

 teens who had never smoked,”says co-researcher Jennifer O'Loughlin,a professor at the University of Montreal Department of Social and Preventive Medicine.“Our study found that teen smokers who reported emotional benefits from smoking are 62
 higher risk of developing depressive symptoms.”

12.D。［解析］本题考查动词。题干：医生没有告诉他真相。画线单词reveal的意思是“揭露”。四个选项：hide意为“隐藏”，handle意为“处理”，establish意为“建立”，disclose意为“揭露”。因此disclose含义与题干画线词相近，故选D。

13.C。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：囚犯被囚禁在极其恶劣的环境里。画线单词appalling的意思是“可怕的，令人震惊的”。四个选项：flexible意为“灵活的”，reasonable意为“合理的”，terrible意为“可怕的”，serious意为“严肃的”。因此terrible含义与题干画线词相近，故选C。

14.B。［解析］本题考查名词。题干：我们被快钱的诱惑吸引。画线单词lure的意思是“诱惑”。四个选项：amount意为“数量”，tempt意为“诱惑”，supply意为“供应”，sum意为“总数”。因此tempt含义与题干画线词相近，故选B。

15.A。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：她非常有能力并且也很刻苦。画线单词industrious的意思是“刻苦的；努力工作的”。四个选项：hardworking意为“努力工作的”，honest意为“诚实的”，objective意为“客观的”，independent意为“独立的”。因此hardworking含义与题干画线词相近，故选A。

16.B。［解析］题干：佩雷拉和她的团队在全美各地挑选非吸烟孕妇。利用题干关键词nonsmoking pregnant women可以定位到第二段“…she and her team studied the exposure to air pollution of 233 nonsmoking pregnant women in New York City”。由此可知，他们挑选的非吸烟孕妇来自纽约，题干信息与原句信息不一致，故答案为B。

17.B。［解析］题干：研究的主要目的是发现暴露于PAHs之下在危害研究对象身体健康中所起到的作用。利用题干关键词how exposure可以定位到第二段“…She researches how exposure to things in the environment affects children's health in a new study”。由此可知，这个项目的研究内容是环境如何影响孩子的健康，题干信息与原句信息不一致，故答案为B。

18.B。［解析］题干：不吸烟的母亲被选中是因为烟草对PAHs的影响尚不清楚。利用题干关键词Nonsmoking mothers were selected可定位至第二段“The researchers wanted to probe（探查）other sources of PAHs, ones that would have been hard for an individual to avoid”。由此可知，他们是想探查其他PAHs的来源，并且由前一句已经知道了烟草能够释放出PAHs。因此答案为B。

19.C。［解析］题干：在怀孕期间，每名妇女的血液每月测试一次。利用题干关键词The blood of each woman可以定位到第三段“The team started by testing the blood of each woman during pregnancy”，即“怀孕期间，团队开始给每个孕妇进行血液测试”，并没有提及是一个月测试一次。故答案为C。

20.C。［解析］题干：患有多动症的孩子通常在学校考试中失败。利用题干关键词ADHD可以定位到第三段“About one in 10 U.S.children has ADHD”。此处提及了美国孩子患多动症的比例，并没有提及考试失败。故答案为C。

21.A。［解析］题干：血液中PAHs高的女性更容易使她们的孩子患有ADHD。利用题干关键词high levels可以定位到尾段“Those with high levels were five times as likely to have children who showed attention problems by age 9”，即“PAHs高的妇女她们的孩子患ADHD的几率比其他孩子高5倍”。由此可知，题干信息与原句信息一致，故答案为A。

22.A。［解析］题干：项目中，交通和家庭供热被认为是PAHs的最大来源。利用题干关键词Traffic and home heating可以定位到尾段“Among the women studied, traffic and home heating were the primary sources of air pollution exposure, Perera and her team suspect”，即“在这项研究中，佩雷拉和她的团队怀疑交通和家庭供热是空气中污染物暴露的主要来源”。题干中的biggest与原文中的primary对应，由此可知答案为A。

23.D。［解析］第一段中提到Dartmouth的研究人员以及他们的同事已经创造出来Intelligence software。that后的定语从句修饰、形容软件，表示这个软件是使用照片来定位网络上的文件，并且比之前准确性更高。所以选项D“创造人工智能软件”为正确答案。

24.C。［解析］段落的第一句为主题句，提到了the new system,其在选项C中重现；段落尾句“making for more accurate document search results”说明这个新系统的功能，所以选项C为正确答案。

25.E。［解析］段落的第三句提到了existing popular search engines,其在选项E中重现，接着后面的“…strip away the information contained in the photos and use exclusively the text of Web pages to perform the document retrieval”表述的就是具体的问题，所以选项E“现有搜索引擎的问题”为正确答案。

26.F。［解析］段落的尾句为主题句，提到了“相较于仅基于文本检索的搜索引擎，性能提升30%”，与选项F对应，所以选项F“改善文本检索”为正确答案。

27.C。［解析］利用题干关键词The new system指的就是artificial intelligence software可以定位到第一段 “…an artificial intelligence software that uses photos to locate documents on the Internet with…”。由此可知，新的系统通过uses photos来进行文件检索，所以选项C“使用图片”为正确答案。

28.E。［解析］利用题干关键词improve precision可以定位到文章第二、三、四段。三段的尾句均提到了improve precision的问题：more accurate document search;improve document research;the improvement in precision,由此可知选项E“文献检索”为正确答案。

29.A。［解析］利用题干关键词document retrieval可以定位到文章第三段。题干中的ignore与第三段第三句中的strip away对应。由此可知“进行文件检索时，现行主流搜索引擎忽略了包含图片的信息在内”，所以选项A“图像信息”为正确答案。

30.B。［解析］利用题干关键词more effective可以定位到文章第三段。第三段尾句中的accurate,efficient enough to make effective与题目信息对应。由此可知新系统是与existing popular search engines相比较，所以选项B“现有的流行搜索引擎”为正确答案。

31.B。［解析］细节题。题干：新的研究发现了什么?利用题干关键词the new study discover进行定位，可以定位到第一段“Women who live in the world's highest communities tend to give birth to underweight babies, a new study suggests”，即“一项新的研究表明，住在世界高海拔地区的女人通常生下体重不足的婴儿”。其中，living at high altitude与who live in the world's highest communities是同义表达，所以B为正确答案。

32.A。［解析］细节题。题干：吉萨尼和他的团队确信______。利用题干关键词Giussani进行定位，可以定位到第二段：“Sure enough, Giussani found that the average birthweight of babies in La Paz was significantly lower than in Santa Cruz.”即“当然，Giussani发现拉巴斯的新生儿的平均出生体重明显低于圣克鲁斯的新生儿”，原文中的lower than与选项A中的lighter than对应。所以A为正确答案。

33.A。［解析］推断题。题干：在第四段，从吉萨尼所说的可以推断出______。从这句话“‘We were very surprised by this result,’says Giussani”中可以得出他们对这个调查结果比较惊讶。所以A（这个发现是出乎意料的）为正确答案。

34.D。［解析］细节题。题干：研究结果表明，婴儿体重不足的原因是______。利用题干关键词The results of the study和indicate进行定位，可以定位到第五段“The results suggest that babies born at high altitude are deprived of oxygen before birth”，即“这个结果表明在高海拔地区出生的婴儿出生前就缺氧”，这是重量不足的婴儿的出现原因。所以D（氧气水平的下降）为正确答案。

35.B。［解析］推断题。题干：从最后一段的段落中，可以推出。原文末段指出______：“Giussani wants to find out if such babies have a higher risk of disease in later life.People born in La Paz might be prone to heart trouble in adulthood, for example.Low birth weight is a risk factor for coronary（冠状的） heart disease.And newborns with a high ratio of head size to body weight are often predisposed to high blood pressure and strokes in later life.”即“Giussani想要查出这样的婴儿在今后的生活中是不是更容易患病。例如在拉巴斯出生的人在成年之后更可能患心脏病。出生时体重轻是患冠心病的一个危险因素。头部相对身体重量较大的新生儿在今后的生活中通常更容易患高血压和中风”。从有可能成年时期心脏有问题、患冠心病、高血压、中风的信息可以推断出“出生时重量不足的婴儿的生命周期不长”。所以B为正确答案。

36.D。［解析］主旨题。题干：文章的主旨是______。整篇文章讲咖啡的种植，从农民种植full sun coffee 到shade-grown coffee,指出了后者的好处，文章题目更明确提示文章主题是“People should buy shade-grown coffee”，因而答案为选项D。

37.B。［解析］词汇题。题干：段落二中的“Traditionally”的作用是表示______。利用题干关键词Traditionally进行定位，可以定位到第二段“Traditionally, coffee bushes were planted under the canopy of taller indigenous trees”，即“传统的说法是，咖啡过去是种植在土生土长的高树的树冠下面”，后面说了现在咖啡是在阳光下种植，说明的是咖啡种植的变化。所以选项B为正确答案。

38.D。［解析］细节题。题干：足阳光咖啡增加的产量带来______。利用题干关键词increased production进行定位，可以定位到第二段“With increased production come increased profits”，即“产量增加，利润就增加了”。所以选项D（更高利润）为正确答案。

39.B。［解析］细节题。题干：农民如何找更多的土地来种植足阳光咖啡？利用题干关键词farmers和land进行定位，可以定位到第二段：“However, more and more farmers in Latin America are deforesting the land to grow full-sun coffees.”由此可知，越来越多的农民砍伐森林来种植咖啡。所以选项B为正确答案。

40.B。［解析］细节题。题干：除了以下______，阳光充足的种植方法可能都会影响到。文中第三段指出：“The fertilizers and pesticides kill insects that eat coffee plant, but then the birds eat the poisoned insects and also die.The chemicals kill or sicken other animals as well, and can even enter the water that people will eventually drink.”这一段当中讲到full sun method使用了肥料及杀虫剂，杀死了昆虫、鸟类、其他动物，危及人们的饮用水，没有提及空气。所以选项B为正确答案。

41.C。［解析］主旨题。题干：文章的中心思想是______。文章的第一句“Agricultural research funding is vital if the world is to feed itself better than it does now.”和第三段的“Research is needed to solve food production, land degradation and environmental problems.”都说明了是在讲需要出资搞农业研究以及研究的影响。所以C（农业研究的影响）为正确答案。

42.B。［解析］细节题。题干：关于世界农业研究资金，以下正确的是______。利用题干关键词agricultural和funding进行定位，可以定位到第二段“The global decline in investment in international agricultural research must be reversed if significant progress is to be made towards reducing malnutrition（营养不良）and poverty”，说明全球在农业研究上的投入资金下降了。所以B（全球范围内都在下降）为正确答案。

43.C。［解析］细节题。题干：在第一个25年中，亚洲食物供应的图景是______。利用题干关键词in the first 25 years进行定位，可以定位到第二段：“…in the first 25 years…but there'll still be a lot of hungry people.”原文中的a lot of与选项C中的more对应，即会有许多人挨饿。所以C（人口增长会导致更多饥饿的人）为正确答案。

44.B。［解析］细节题。题干：对于技术，Dr.Fischer的看法是______。利用题干关键词Dr.Fischer和technologies进行定位，可以定位到倒数第二段“Technologies still need to be refined for the local conditions but a lot of the strategic research can have global application, so that money can be used very efficiently”。即“技术仍需因地制宜进行改进，但许多战略性研究可以在全球应用，所以可以非常有效地利用财力”。由此可知，Dr.Fischer说了需要改善技术，refine与improved为同义表达，即必须改进以满足当地的条件。所以B为正确答案。

45.A。［解析］推断题。题干：从最后一段可以推测出来______。从最后一段尾句（“If you want to save the land for non-agricultural activities, for forests and wildlife, you're going to have to increase yield.” Dr.Fischer said.）就可以得知，如果想要为非农业活动、为森林和野生动植物节约土地，那么必须要增加产量，说明有需求。所以A（需要为非农业活动节约土地）为正确答案。

46.C。［解析］从原文来看，空白处前一句提到“因为涂鸦、污染、暴晒共同作用，很多L.A.壁画处于一个很糟糕的状态”。综观选项，只有选择C（这个城市尝试组织涂鸦，并把一些壁画画完整。）比较合适。

47.F。［解析］从原文来看，空白处后一句讲到“该项工作开始于2003年”，所以空白处应表达这项工作的目的就是修复壁画。所以F（现在这个城市开始一个大的项目来修复壁画。）符合原文，符合内容与段落主题一致的原则。

48.B。［解析］从原文来看，空白处之前讲到L.A.的艺术家开始学起20世纪的早期墨西哥壁画，所以空白处接着表达的是“因为喜欢他们的作品”，所以B（艺术家喜欢壁画是因为他们喜欢墨西哥艺术家的作品。）是正确答案，符合内容一致的原则。

49.A。［解析］从原文来看，空白处后提到由400个贫困青少年所画，并且It指的是Hollywood,选项A（这幅壁画代表了加州的种族历史。）中California正好与Hollywood对应，比较符合原文语境。

50.E。［解析］从原文来看，空白处后讲到Twitchell说话的内容“这也是来L.A.的旅游者必经之路，展开的双手代表和平”。对应的是选项E,有人“two people”，并且画的是L.A.市区附近的高速公路，freeway对应gateway。所以选项E（这个惊人的作品描绘了两个人在L.A.市区附近的高速公路的两边互相注视对方。）符合此处的语境。

51.B。［解析］本题考查动词词组固定搭配。题干：现在，科普的电脑写出的作品与德国著名作曲家J.S.巴赫的作品很相似，很少有人能______出其中不同。空格处的词组要与the difference between…and…构成固定搭配，意为“辨别……与……之间的区别”。选项中，只有动词tell符合要求。故本题答案为B。

52.A。［解析］本题考查语义和固定搭配。题干：那时科普正在写一部戏剧，但是他______创作出新的旋律……后面说他编写了一个计算机程序来创造旋律，说明前面是他自己写不出来新的旋律或乐曲。have trouble （in） doing sth.构成固定搭配。故本题答案为A。

53.D。［解析］本题考查句意和形容词。题干：最开始的时候，软件写出的乐曲并不______。一开始，音乐并不能够很容易就听到，所以Cope才思考人类是如何创造音乐的。因此easy“容易的”是正确答案。

54.D。［解析］本题考查句子含义。题干：“他认识到作曲家的大脑就像一个大数据库一样______。”空格后提到“作曲家先提取所有听过的音乐信息，再把不喜欢的从脑海中……”，这是大脑的“工作”过程，因此此处选择work“工作”是正确的。

55.D。［解析］本题考查固定搭配和语义重现。题干：他们先是提取他们听过的所有音乐信息，然后______他们不喜欢的。由take in和dislike可以判断出，此处填入与此意义相反的词，take out为固定搭配，意为“去除”。因此，答案为选项D。

56.B。［解析］本题考查语义和具有指示含义的动词。题干：最后再根据留下的音乐信息来创作出新的旋律______。根据句中的逻辑顺序“First…Then…Finally…”可以判断出此处的意思是“再从剩下的这些音乐信息当中来重新创作新音乐”。本题选left最合适。

57.B。［解析］本题考查上下文语义。题干：科普根据现有的音乐建立了______数据库。根据上下文，要想实现大脑的编曲工作，肯定要创造一个“巨大的”数据库。因此此处应该填入huge。

58.C。［解析］本题考查固定搭配。题干：科普的软件对这些数据进行分析：首先它将音乐______成小的片段，从中找出固定模式。break down为固定搭配，意为“把所有的拆成小片段”。因此，答案为选项C。

59.D。［解析］本题考查语义重现线索解题。题干：然后将______组合成新的模式。上文重现了pieces和patterns,所以空格应填入pieces（片段）。

60.D。［解析］本题考查语义重现和动词辨析。题干：不久它就能够______更复杂的音乐了。空格所在句中的it指代的是software,并且前文提到这个软件能够analyze数据库。故答案为D（分析）。

61.B。［解析］本题考查语义。题干：创作______要作曲家和艾米共同配合。根据前文中的help him with his opera（……已经能够帮助他创作歌剧），后面对应的应该是这种创作需要他们共同配合。选项中，只有process（过程）符合语义。

62.A。［解析］本题考查代词用法。题干：科普聆听艾米写出的音乐片段，从中选取他认为好的______。显然表达的是选择他喜欢的musical ideas,该词组在前面已经出现过，可用ones代替。故答案为A。

63.C。［解析］本题考查名词辨析。题干：这部歌剧叫作《摇篮坠落》，并且演出获得巨大______。根据后文“…received some of the best reviews of his career”（得到了有生以来最高的评价），可知演出是成功的。故答案为success。

64.B。［解析］本题考查上下文语义和语法。题干：科普也得到了他有生以来最高的评价，但是没有人知道他究竟是______创作出这部歌剧的。knew后接宾语从句，根据句意，此处是指“没有人知道他是如何来创作的”。因此用how是符合题意的。

65.A。［解析］本题考查逻辑关系。题干：科普现在依然会给艾米反馈，告诉她哪些音乐是自己喜欢的，哪些是自己不喜欢的，______现在大部分艰巨的工作是由艾米来完成的！根据句意，可以很容易地判断出前后的逻辑关系为转折关系。故答案为A。

1.D。［解析］本题是对名词的考查。题干：后来有一种失望的感觉。画线词组let-down的意思是“泄气，失望”。四个选项：excitement意为“兴奋，激动”， anger意为“生气，愤怒”， calm意为“镇定的，平静的”， disappointment意为“失望，扫兴”。只有disappointment含义与题干画线词相近，故选D。

2.B。［解析］本题考查动词。题干：该委员会被要求提交一份关于住房情况的报告。render的意思是“提供”，与furnish“提供，供应”在本句中可以互换。summarize“总结，概述”也有类似的含义，但侧重于从现有的材料中作出总结。故选B。

3.B。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：课程体系太狭隘，太死板了。画线单词rigid的意思是“僵硬的，死板的”。四个选项：hidden意为“隐藏的，神秘的”， inflexible意为“僵硬的”， traditional意为“传统的”， official意为“官方的，法定的”，因此只有inflexible含义与题干画线词相近，故选B。

4.A。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：他过着道德高尚的生活。画线单词moral的意思是“道德的，有道德的”。四个选项：honorable意为“可敬的，光荣的”， human意为“人性的”， intelligent意为“聪明的，理解能力强的”， natural意为“自然的，物质的”。只有honorable的含义与题干画线词有类似的地方，故选A。

5.B。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：这里大多数人都很正派。画线单词decent的意思是“正派的，体面的”。四个选项：real意为“真实的”， honest意为“诚实的，坦诚的”， normal意为“正常的，正规的”， wealthy意为“富有的，充分的”。honest的含义与题干画线词最相近，故选B。

6.C。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：他的法语知识还不错。fair的意思有“公平的，很好的”，在这里是good的意思。四个选项：very useful意为“非常有用的”， very limited意为“非常有限的”， quite good意为“很好的”， rather special意为“比较特殊”。故本题选C。

7. C。［解析］本题考查动词。题干：该团体不提倡使用暴力。advocate既可以作动词，也可以作名词。advocate的意思是“提倡，宣传”,与support“支持”的意思相近，与oppose“反对”的意思相反，故选B。

8.A。［解析］本题考查名词。题干：战争真正的痛苦现在开始了。画线单词agony的意思是“痛苦”。 四个选项：pains意为“痛苦”， parts意为“部分”， aspects意为“方面”， results意为“后果，结果”。只有pain的含义与题干画线词相近，故选A。

9.B。［解析］本题考查名词。题干：这是个美妙的夜晚，直到美妙被破坏为止。画线单词spell的意思是“诅咒，魅力”。四个选项：time意为“时间，时机”， charm意为“魅力，魔力”， space意为“空间”， opportunity意为“机会”。本句中选“魅力”含义较为恰当，故选B。

10.B。［解析］本题考查动词。题干：他们正在找现行系统出现的问题。画线单词identify的意思是“鉴定，鉴别”，与discover“发现，碰见”的意思相似，也可以等同于find out。故选B。

11.C。［解析］本题考查动词。题干：有几扇窗户被打碎了。画线单词smash的意思是“打碎”。 四个选项：clean意为“清洁”， replace意为“代替”， break意为“破碎，打碎”， fix意为“固定”。只有break（broken原形）的含义与题干画线词相近，故选C。

12.B。［解析］本题考查名词。题干：她觉得她那天做了一件好事。deed的意思是“行为，事件”， do a good deed是词组，意思是“做好事”。四个选项： homework意为“功课”， act意为“行动，表现”，justice意为“正义”， model意为“模型”。故选B。

13.C。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：伦敦很快变成了一个繁华的港口。画线单词flourishing的意思是“繁荣的，繁华的”。 四个选项：major意为“主要的，重要的”， large意为“大的”， successful意为“成功的，如愿以偿的”， commercial意为“商业的，贸易的”。综合考虑，题干画线词与successful的深层含义更相近些，故选C。

14.D。［解析］本题考查动词。题干：他的职业生涯横跨16年。span可以作动词，也可以作名词，意思是“跨度，横跨”。四个选项：start意为“开始”， chang意为“改变”， move意为“移动”，last意为“足够维持”，与题干画线词意思可以互换。故选D。

15.A。［解析］本题考查形容词。题干：由于恐惧，他觉得胃部空空如也。hollow的意思是“空的，中空的”。四个选项：empty意为“空的”，sincere意为“真诚的”， respectful意为“有礼貌的”， terrible意为“可怕的”。故选A。

16.C。［解析］题干：Kepler太空望远镜已经服务了15年了。利用题干关键词 Kepler和15进行定位，发现第二段谈及“A mechanical failure recently put that Kepler space telescope out of service”，即“技术故障使得Kepler太空望远镜不能再服务了”，但是没有提及Kepler太空望远镜的使用时间，故答案为C。

17.A。［解析］题干：Kepler太空望远镜的主要任务就是找到与地球情况类似的行星。利用题干关键词Kepler和Earth等可以定位到第二段“The telescope focused on hunting planets that might have conditions similar to those on Earth”。由此可知，题干信息与原文信息一致，故答案为A。

提示：原文中的focus on和hunt与题干中的main task和find out为同义替换，正确答案与原文的句子往往有同义替换的现象。

18.B。［解析］题干：能支持生命的行星可能比地球要小一点。利用题干关键词support life和smaller进行定位，可以定位到第三段“…14 and 30 out of every 100 stars with a mass and temperature similar to the Sun may host a planet that could support life as we know it. Such a planet would have a diameter at least as large as Earth's but no more than twice that big”，即“据我们所知，每100个恒星之中约有14~30个有着与太阳相似的体积和温度，可能支撑行星上的生命，这样的行星直径至少与地球直径一样大或者最大不超过地球直径的两倍” 。由此可知，题干信息与原文信息不一致，故答案为B。

19.A。［解析］题干：地球行星是围绕太阳可居住区域内的轨道运行。利用题干关键词orbit和habitable zone等可以定位到第三段“The planet also would have to orbit in a star's habitable zone.”，即“这样的行星也必须在恒星的可居住区域内的轨道运行”，指的是上一句提到的能支撑生命的行星需要在像太阳这样的恒星的可居住区域内运行。由此可知，题干信息与原文信息一致，故答案为A。

20.B。［解析］题干：新发现是基于对银河系中170000颗恒星的彻底研究。利用题干关键词“new finding”和“170,000”并结合题目顺序与段落顺序一致的原则，可以定位到第四段“The new estimate of how many planets might fit these conditions comes from studying more than 42,000 stars…”，即“有关多少行星符合这种情况的预测是来自于对42,000多颗恒星的研究……”。由此可知，题干信息与原文信息不一致，故答案为B。

21.A。［解析］题干：关于可以支持生命的行星数量的预测是不准确的。利用题干关键词 estimate和accurate等可以定位到第四段和第五段“The new estimate of how many planets might fit these conditions…The estimate is rough,the authors admit”，即“这项对于符合这些情况的行星的数量的预测……作者承认这种预测是比较简单的”。 由此可知，题干信息与原文信息一致，故答案为A。

22.C。［解析］题干：这是有关有生命存在可能性的行星的最早的研究发现。利用题干关键词first和chance for life等可以定位到最后一段“It would mean however that the Milky Way could host more than a billion Earth-sized planets with a chance for life”，即“然而这意味着银河系中有超过十亿颗地球大小的行星都有生命存在的可能性”，但是没有提及是否是最早的发现，故答案为C。

25.D。［解析］该段为转折结构。题干：第四段的主要内容是______。第一句为引子“评判快速反馈是十分重要的”，第二句前的however使得话锋一转，认为快速反应是有局限的，从而可推知该段的主题为slow feedback，这与该段中间的总结是一致的。故本题选D。

26.F。［解析］题干：第五段的主要内容是______。该段主题句为第二、三句：（在基于以前收集的信息基础上）他得出了解释未来快速反馈与慢速反馈进程的结论并由此结论得到气温上升度数的不同结论。因此本题选F最合适。

27.D。［解析］题干：北极的冰在______从未融化得如此之快。根据Arctic ice回到原文定位到第一段第三句“Arctic ice is melting faster than at any time in recorded history.”可知，该空应该填入D。

28.A。［解析］题干：冰雪的融化使得阳光能达到______。根据melting of snow and ice回到原文定位到第三段，由“But as these melt, sunlight can now reach—and warm—the exposed ground”可知该空应该填入exposed ground。这里的these指代的就是melting of snow and ice。

29.E。［解析］题干：Zeebe通过分析______预测了未来气候变化。通过Zeebe came up with his future climate prediction回到原文定位到最后一段，首句中有答案：收集以前的研究数据。

30.B。［解析］题干：化石燃烧用尽之后，全球变暖还会______。用After fossil fuels are used up定位到末段的最后一句 “cause global warming to persist for thousands of years after people run out of fossil fuels to burn”，可知该空答案为B。其中use up与run out对应，thousands of years对应选项中的a very long time。

31.A。［解析］主旨题。题干：这篇文章的主要大意是什么？利用题干短文的题目“Approaches to Understanding Intelligences”即“理解智力的模式”，可知本文关注的如何理解智力，因而答案为A。

32.B。［解析］细节题。题干：关于普遍智力的说法下列哪一项是正确的？利用题干关键词general intelligence等可以定位到第一段“Some believe there is one general intelligence.Others believe there are many different intelligences”，即“有的人认为有一种普遍的智力，而其他人则认为有多种类型的智力”，根据这两句话无法确定答案；可以通过定位选项关键词进行解答，定位四个选项的关键词到第二段“…people who do well on one kind of test for mental ability do well on other tests.They do well on tests using words, numbers or pictures. They do well on individual or group tests, and written or oral tests”，即“那些某一种类型的智力测验表现好的人在其他测验中表现也好。他们在使用词汇、数字和图片的测验中表现很好。他们无论是个人的还是团队的测验都表现得很好，在书面或口头测验中也表现得很好”，由此可知B为正确答案。

33.A。［解析］细节题。题干：Gardner认为______。利用题干关键词Gardner可以定位到第四段和第五段，但是无法确定相关的原句，所以还需要通过选项关键词来进一步定位。分别定位四个选项的关键词，可以定位到第四段“He believes that all children are different and shouldn't be tested by one intelligence test”，即“他认为所有孩子是不同的，而且不应该通过一种智力测验进行测验”，由此可知A为正确答案。

34.D。［解析］细节题。题干：根据Gardner，学校应该______。利用题干关键词Gardner和school可以定位到第四段“Gardner believes that the purpose of school should be to encourage development of all of our intelligences”，即“Gardner认为学校的目的就是鼓励我们所有智力的发展”。因而D为正确答案。

35.B。［解析］细节题。题干：Gardner认为他的理论有______。利用题干关键词Gardner和school可以定位到第五段“Gardner says that his theory is based on biology”，即“Gardner认为他的理论是基于生物学的”，所以B为正确答案。

36.D。［解析］细节题。题干：我们从短文可知Mir空间站______。题干关键词Mir Space Station在全文多处出现，所以无法精确定位到相关原句，可以改为定位选项。分别定位四个选项的关键词，可以定位到第一段“During Mir's lifetime, Russia spent about US $4.2 billion to build and maintain the station”，即“在Mir的整个运营期间，俄罗斯花费了约42亿美元来建造和维持这个空间站”；同时可以定位到第二段的相关句子“The Soviet Union launched Mir, which was designed to last from three to five years… playing host to 62 people from 11 countries”，即“苏联发射了Mir,该空间站设计寿命预期为三到五年……接待了来自11个国家的约62名宇航员”，可以判断出A、B、C与原文信息都不符合。由此可知D为正确答案。

37.C。［解析］细节题。题干：Mir太空站对科学所做的贡献之一就是______。利用题干关键词contributions 和 science可以定位到第四段“A debate continues over Mir's contributions to science …The longest single stay in space is the 437.7 days that Russian astronaut Valery Polyakov spent on Mir from 1994 to 1995.”，即“有关Mir对科学的贡献的争议仍在继续……其中一次性独自待在太空的最长的记录是437.7天，是由俄罗斯宇航员Valery Polyakov在1994年到1995年创造的”，所以C为正确答案。

38.D。［解析］细节题。题干：1997年Mir空间站发生了什么？利用题干关键词1997可以定位到第五段“In 1997,an oxygen generator caught fire. Later, the main computer system broke down, causing the station to drift several times and there were power failures.”，可知“1997年，Mir空间站的氧气制造机着火。随后，主要的计算机系统出了毛病，导致空间站多次漂移，而且有动力故障问题”。由此可知D为正确答案。

39.D。［解析］推断题。题干：从最后一段可以推断出______。根据文中最后一段可知，尽管Mir空间站出现了很多问题，但与其成就相比是微不足道的，它是太空开发历史上的里程碑，但是它需要发展到新一代的空间站，而国际空间站正在建设得越来越好。从中可知Mir之后的空间站正在向国际空间站发展，所以答案为D。

40.C。［解析］态度题。题干：作者对Mir空间站的态度是什么？从最后一段“Mir's setbacks are nothing, though, when we compare them with its accomplishments. Mir was a tremendous success, which will be remembered as a milestone in space exploration”可以看出，虽然承认Mir的确出了很多问题，但其问题与成就相比是微不足道的，Mir是巨大的成功，将会作为太空开发史上的里程碑而为人所铭记，可见作者对Mir持正面的态度，因而C是正确答案。

41.D。［解析］细节题。题干：眼动追踪技术能使我们______。利用题干关键词eye-tracker可以定位到文章标题，即“眼动追踪能使你通过视觉拖拽和丢弃文件”，可以推断答案为D。为了进一步确定，定位D项的关键词object和screen到第二段“A system called Eye Drop uses a head-mounted eye tracker …Gazing at an object—a photo, says—and then pressing a key, selects that object. It can then be moved from the screen to a tablet or smart phone just by glancing at the second device, as long as the two are connected wirelessly.”，可知“一个叫Eye Drop的系统使用了眼动追踪技术……盯着目标，比如一张图片，然后按动按键，选择目标，就可以通过扫视平板电脑或智能手机从而将该目标从电脑屏幕移至平板电脑或智能手机中，只要该平板电脑或智能手机与电脑是无线连接的”，所以确认D为正确答案。

利用题干关键词button等可以定位到第五段“A button needs to be used to select the object you are looking at, otherwise you end up with the‘Midas touch’effect, whereby everything you look at gets selected by your gaze”，即“一个按钮需要被用来选择你在看的目标，否则你就有了点石成金的效果，那样的话你所看到的一切都会被你的凝视选中”。由此可知，通过视觉和按钮的结合可以精确地选择想要选择的目标，所以正确答案为D。

43.C。［解析］猜词题。题干：第六段中的“this”指的是______。从第六段可知“Eye Drop通过将眼动追踪技术和触摸设备的输入相结合以及将触摸输入作为离合机构的方式很巧妙地解决了这个问题，我们多数时候都将触摸设备随身携带，而这使得使用者可以以非常自然的方式与远处或近处的设备进行无缝地互动”。因此，this指的是“将眼动追踪技术和触摸设备的输入相结合”。由此确认正确答案为C。

44.D。［解析］细节题。题干：下列关于消费者使用的眼动追踪设备的说法哪一项是正确的？该题利用题干关键词eye-trackers for consumer devices可以定位到第七段第一句“While current eye-trackers are rather bulky, mainstream consumer devices are not too far away…is expected to be available to buy next year. And the Google Glass headset is expected to include eye-tracking in the future”，即“虽然目前眼动追踪仪相当庞大，但是主流的供消费者使用的设备不会遥远了……预期在明年可以买到，同时谷歌眼镜头戴式设备上预期在未来可以使用眼动追踪技术”。由此可知，A项未提及，B和C与原文的时态不符合，所以D是正确答案。

45.C。［解析］推断题。题干：Turner下一步可能研究的是什么？利用题目顺序与段落顺序一致的原则可以定位到最后一段 “Turner says he has also looked at how content can be cut and pasted or drag-and-dropped using a mix of gaze and taps on a touch screen. The system was presented at the Conference on Mobile and Ubiquitous Multimedia in Sweden, last week.”，即“Turner说他也已经考虑过如何在触摸屏上通过混合使用视觉和敲击来实现内容的剪切和粘贴或者拖拽和丢弃。这个系统上周在瑞典举行的‘移动与普遍存在的多媒体会议’上已经展示过”。A项中的“drag and drop”与原文中的“cut and pasted or drag-and-dropped”不符合，B项的时态与原文不符，D项中的“public display”原文未提及，故C是正确答案。

46.A。［解析］从原文来看，空白处前面一句讲到那些想要听卡托巴语歌曲的人就需要联系Smithsonian协会，因为该协会早在20世纪40年代，由Red Thunder Cloud为后代灌录了一系列的歌曲，空白处后一句说的是这些歌曲都是以卡托巴语形式保留的，由此可知空白处应该讨论这些卡托巴语歌曲的事情，所以A（有些人可能想要用心学习这些歌曲）比较合适，符合内容一致的原则。

47.F。［解析］从原文来看，空白处前面一句讲的是汉语、西班牙语、俄语和印地语已经变成很强大的语言（powerful），与F项中powerful衔接，而且these languages与空白处前的“Chinese, Spanish, Russian, and Hindi”指代也比较一致，所以F（当这些语言变得更加强大时，它们作为商业和文化的工具的使用就会增加）符合原文，符合指代一致的原则。

48.B。［解析］从原文来看，空白处之前的句子说的是埃塞俄比亚的许多语言也面临着消亡的命运，因为说那些语言的人太少了，空白处之后的句子说的是在美洲有近100种语言因为说的人少于300人也正在消亡，所以空白处谈论的也应该是语言消亡的例子。再结合第三段的首句可知本段主要谈论语言的消亡，所以B（巴布亚新几内亚有着非常丰富的不同语言的来源，但是有100多种语言正濒临灭绝）是正确答案，符合内容与段落主题句一致的原则，其中die out反复出现。

15. A。［解析］本题是对动词的考查。题干：他停了一会儿，等她慢慢领会这一信息。画线词digest意为“理解，领会”。四个选项：understand意为“理解”，withhold意为“保留，不给”，exchange意为“交换”，contact意为“联系，接触”。故正确答案为A。

16. A。［解析］题干：Choset在高中开始制作机器人。从第二段最后一句“Later,in high school,he built mobile robots similar to small cars”可知题干内容正确，故选A。

17. B。［解析］题干：机器蛇只能往四个方向移动。从第三段第三、四句“Some robots can move only forward,backward,left and right. But snakes can twist in many directions and travel over a lot of different types of terrain.”可知机器蛇是可以在多个方向上扭曲的。因此题干内容有误，故选B。

18. A。［解析］题干：Choset到Carnegie Mellon工作后才开始研究自己的机器蛇。从第四段第一句“After he started working at Carnegie Mellon,Choset and his colleagues there began developing their own snake robots”可知题干内容正确，故选A。

19. C。［解析］题干：Choset研究的机器蛇比其他人开发的机器蛇运动的方向更多。从第四段第三、四句“The robots also moved in ways that snakes usually don't,such as rolling. Choset's snake robots could crawl through the grass,swim in a pond and even climb a flagpole”可知Choset的机器蛇能够比真的蛇运动的方式更多，但并没有跟其他人研究的机器蛇进行比较。因此，答案为C。

20. C。［解析］题干：将小的机器蛇用于心脏手术可以减少手术时间。从第五段“For some heart surgeries,the doctor has to open a patient's chest,cutting through the breastbone. Recovering from these surgeries can be very painful. What if the doctor could perform the operation by instead making a small hole in the body and sending in a thin robotic snake?”可知，心脏手术的开口很大，手术完成之后恢复的过程很痛苦，所以Choset想把小的机器蛇用于临床手术，这样可以减少痛苦，但并没有提及手术时间会减少。因此，答案为C。

21. C。［解析］题干：Zenati将机器人手术在猪上实验后又在人的身上进行实验。从第六段第二句“Zenati practiced using the robot on a plastic model of the chest and they tested the robot in pigs”可知Zenati先在塑料模型上实验，然后又在猪身上实验，没有提及有没有在人身上进行实验。因此，答案为C。

23. F。［解析］第一段没有主题句，通过第二句可知本段主要讲了黑洞形成是由于巨大的星体爆炸，然后又说明了巨大的星体是如何爆炸的，所以第一段讲的就是黑洞是形成过程。故F（黑洞是如何形成的）是正确答案。

24. E。［解析］第二段首句是主题句，即那些氢气、其他气体以及一些金属组成的星体构成了黑洞，故E（黑洞是由什么构成的）是正确答案。

31. B。［解析］主旨题。句意：本文的主要观点是______。文章的标题“Energy and Public Lands”是能源和公共土地，首段总述了文章的中心思想，主要讲公共土地在能源生产方面发挥的巨大作用。故B是正确答案。

32. A。［解析］细节题。句意：下面关于美国公共用地的陈述______是正确的。根据第二段最后一句“Federal lands are also estimated to contain approximately 68 percent of all undiscovered US oil reserves and 74 percent of undiscovered natural gas.”可知,联邦土地估计包含大约68%的所有未被发现的美国石油储量和74%的未被发现的天然气。故A是正确答案。

33. A。［解析］细节题。句意：文章第四段以地热、风力和水力为例是为了证明______。根据第四段首句“Alternative energy production from federal lands falls behind conventional energy production, though the amount is still significant.”可知,来自联邦的新能源生产虽然落后于传统能源，但产量依然可观，接着后面列举了地热、风力和水力的例子，所以举这些例子就是为了证明新能源产量可观。故A是正确答案。

34. A。［解析］细节题。句意：公共土地满足美国能源要求的压力逐渐增加是因为______。根据最后一段首句“Because of the growing US thirst for energy and increasing public unease with dependence on foreign oil sources, pressure on public lands to meet US energy demand is becoming more intense.”可知，因为美国对能源的渴求不断增长以及日渐增长的公众对依赖外来能源的不安，公共土地来满足我们的能源需求的压力越来越大。可见，是美国需要的国内能源越来越多，导致公共土地的压力越来越大。故A是正确答案。

35. C。［解析］细节题。句意：在______情况下公共土地可以用来发展能源。根据最后一段的第二句“Public lands are available for energy development only after they have been evaluated through the land use planning process.”可知，公共土地只有在通过土地利用规划评估后才可用于能源发展。故C是正确答案。

36. D。［解析］细节题。句意：植物与太阳能的关系是______。根据第一段最后一句“They've been using sunlight as an energy source for billions of years.”可知十亿年来，植物一直把阳光作为能源资源。故D项（植物从来就利用阳光作为能源）是正确答案。

37. C。［解析］细节题。句意：科学家研究光合作用的过程，是因为他们想______。根据文中第三段可知，科学家企图将植物或植物类生物细胞作为微型光合能源供应站来研究，文章并举例说，他们正在用绿藻进行实验，若成功，绿藻所产生的氢将可用来为汽车的燃料电池充电或发电。故C是正确答案。

38. D。［解析］细节题。句意：当______时，藻类能够利用太阳能产生氢气。根据文中第四段最后两句“…algae will produce hydrogen in an air free environment. It's the oxygen in the air that prevents algae from making hydrogen most of the time.”可知，藻类会在没有空气存在的环境下产生氢气，这是因为空气中的氧阻止绿藻制造氢。故D是正确答案。

39. A。［解析］细节题。句意：研究人员发现很难使藻类有效地生产氢气，是因为______。根据文中第六段首句“Unfortunately, removing the sulfate also makes the algae's cells work very slowly, and not much hydrogen is produced.”可知，只可惜消除硫酸盐不仅使藻类细胞的工作速度减慢，而且大大减少了氢的数量。故A是正确答案。

40. D。［解析］细节题。句意：关于藻类，Ghirardi说了什么？根据关键词“Ghirardi”定位到文中最后一段第一句：“The researchers hope that algae will one day be an easy-to-use fuel source.”（研究人员们希望，总有一天藻类会成为很容易使用的燃料来源）。故D是正确答案。

41. A。［解析］细节题。句意：为什么野生物学家去了喀拉哈里沙漠？根据第一段第三句“Their main aim was to study the badgers'movements and behavior…”可知他们的主要目的是研究獾的行为习性。故A是正确答案。

42. A。［解析］细节题。句意：关于蜜獾，Kitso Khama说______。根据第二段第一句“The problem with honey badgers is they are naturally curious animals,especially when they see something new.”可知，蜜獾对于新事物有天然的好奇心。故A是正确答案。

43. B。［解析］细节题。句意：关于蜜獾，这个小组发现______。根据文中第三段第四句和第五句“The researchers were surprised,however,by the animal's fondness for local melons,probably because of their high water content. Previously researchers thought that the animal got all of its liquid requirements from its prey.”可知，研究者之前认为獾通过猎物满足所有的水分需求，而现在研究者惊奇地发现獾很喜欢当地的瓜类，这可能是因为瓜类含有很多的水分。故B是正确答案。

44. D。［解析］细节题。句意：下面______是雄性蜜獾的典型特征。根据文中第四段第一句“Following some of the male badgers was a challenge,since they can cover large distances in a short space of time.”可知，追踪雄性蜜獾具有挑战性，因为它们在很短的时间内就可以跑很远的距离。故D是正确答案。

45. B。［解析］细节题。句意：当蜜獾周围有人的时候会怎么样？根据文中最后一段第一句“As the badgers became accustomed to the presence of people,it gave the team the chance to get up close to them without being the subject of the animals' curiosity—or their sudden aggression.”可知，当蜜獾习惯周围有人的时候，它们就对人不再好奇或突然进攻，人就可以直接接近它们。故B是正确答案。

46. D。［解析］空格前一句说，甘蔗成了一种极具价值的经济作物，在全世界种植。根据因果关系和关键词“commercial plant”，“grown throughout the world”，D选项（现在世界上大部分糖都是产自这种特殊的经济作物）符合文意，故D为最佳选项。

47. A。［解析］空格前提到对糖的需求增加，空格后提到植物枯萎并死掉。前后具有转折关系。所有选项中只有A含有转折词“however”，故A（然而不幸的是这种植物开始变弱，容易得病）是正确答案。

48.F。［解析］空格前提到科学家在20世纪60年代开始寻找方法让甘蔗这种植物更强壮，抗病能力更强，并进行不同植物基因混合的实验。空格后提到现在这种甘蔗目前还不准备用于商业用途。空格前后具有时间顺序，先是开始研究新的甘蔗品种，后是新的甘蔗品种还不打算商用，所以中间应该是新的甘蔗品种已经研究出来了。故F（最终，一种新的经济作物被培养出来，比之前的甜度增加5%，而且比之前的作物要壮，发病的可能性更小）是正确答案。

49. E。［解析］这个空位于段首，应该是这个段落的总起句。空格后列举了例子来说明“Teams of experts have worked with him to discover more about which parts of the genetic structure of the plant are important for the production of sugar and its overall health.”，即科学家为了发现更多的基因结构……提到“基因结构”的选项只有E,故E（自20世纪60年代起，科学家就一直在研究甘蔗基因代码的奥秘）是正确答案。

50. C。［解析］空前提到研究者们仍然无法完全了解甘蔗的基因。空格后提到这个基因尤其令人兴奋，句意具有明显的转折意味，空后的“this gene”应该指代空所在句子中所指的某个基因，故C选项（一个主要的基因已经由Angellique D'Hont博士及其团队识别出来了）与空格前后内容相符，是正确答案。

51. D。［解析］本题考查句意。通篇文章都在叙述秃鹰濒临灭种对印度环境的负面影响，而且文章的标题中的“dying vultures”也提供了线索。decline符合上下文的意思，意为秃鹰的数量在急剧减少。increase与上下文的意思相反。故D为正确答案。

52. C。［解析］本题考查句意和固定搭配。该句的意思是“秃鹰数量的急剧减少不仅是这些鸟类的灾难，对当地居民同样也是如此”。in the same as“和……一样”为固定搭配。故C为正确答案。

53. C。［解析］本题考查介词和上下文语意。四个选项分别为：across“整个……”，above“在……之上”，with“与……一起”，through“穿越……”。根据上下文，只有across the Indian sub-continent“整个印度次大陆”符合句意。故C为正确答案。

54. B。［解析］本题考查副词辨析。空前面的句子描述了“虽然它们的声誉和外观可能对许多印度人是不愉快的”，后面是转折“秃鹰在保护该地区的环境上作用很大”，所以秃鹰long（长期以来一直）起作用才合乎上下文的意思。其他选项rarely“几乎不”，recently“最近”，seldom“很少”，均不符。故B是正确答案。

55. B。［解析］本题考查上下文句意。该句的意思是“虽然秃鹰的名声不好，许多印度人也讨厌其长相，但是长久以来，秃鹰在维护全印度的城镇和乡村的清洁方面扮演了非常重要的角色”。因此，B选项clean “清洁的”符合句意。其他选项dangerous“危险的”、smelly“有臭味的”和beautiful“漂亮的”均不符合句意。故B是正确答案。

56. D。［解析］本题考查副词和句意。该句的意思是：“因为秃鹰是以死牛为生。在印度，每年都有成千上万的牛死去，而牛是神圣的动物，死后露尸户外，任其腐烂。”露尸户外是印度的传统，所以traditionally“传统地”符合题意。其他选项immediately“立即地”，occasionally“偶尔地”，hardly“几乎不”都不通。因此，D为正确选项。

57. B。［解析］本题考查动词词义。该句的意思是“秃鹰的消失使得以牛尸为生的野狗数量暴增”。这里表达的是因果关系。“the disappearance of the vultures”是因，“an explosion in the numbers of wild dogs feeding on the remains of these dead animals”是果，四个选项中只有lead to“导致”能表达这种因果关系，使句意很通顺。因此，B为正确选项。

58. A。［解析］本题考查名词和上下文语意。根据句意应是“死的动物”。因此，A为正确选项。

59. D。［解析］本题考查句意。该句的意思是“由于野狗是狂犬病的主要携带者，这种可怕的疾病最终会影响当地的居民”。此句表达的是因果关系。“wild dogs are its main carriers”是因，“this terrifying disease may ultimately affect humans in the region”是果。四个选项中只有since“由于，因为”能表达这种因果关系，因此D为正确选项。

60. B。［解析］本题考查上下文语意。该句的意思是“狂犬病也可能传播到其他生物，未来会导致更大的问题”。前边提到“Rabies could also spread to other animal species”，这是因。后边提到“an even greater problem in the future”，这是果。所以B选项causing“导致”为正确答案。

61. C。［解析］本题考查形容词义辨析和句意。空格后提到了“启动了应急项目”，从这可以推断出要选的形容词是urgent“紧迫的”，意为“采取行动刻不容缓”。所以只有way“方式，方法”符合句意，其他选项frequent“频繁的”，regular “规则的”，sudden “突然的”均不符合句意。故C为正确选项。

62. A。［解析］本题考查动词辨析。该句的意思是“科学家们正试图确认导致秃鹰死亡的疾病，如果可能的话，找到治愈该病的方法”。identify意为“确定”，prove意为“证明”，test意为“测试”，check意为“检查”，所以identify更符合句意。故A为正确选项。

63. B。［解析］本题考查句意。本段说秃鹰的数量急剧减少，已被列为濒危物种。该句的意思的是“在印度，人们注意到秃鹰的大批死亡最早是在20世纪80年代”。选deaths, 可使全段的意思连贯。其他选项injuries“受伤”、arrivals“到达” 、attacks“袭击”与本段后面一句“All three species are now listed as…”所表达的意思接不上。故B为正确选项。

64. D。［解析］本题考查介词。该句的意思是“根据当时的物种调查显示，三种秃鹰的数量减少了90%以上”。四个选项中只有by有“到……的程度”的意思。故C为正确选项。

65. C。［解析］本题考查动词固定搭配。该句的意思是“由于大部分秃鹰每次只产一只蛋，幼鹰需要大约5年的时间才能成熟，因此，若想遏制住秃鹰数量的下降会是一项长期的、艰巨的任务”。“花费或用多少时间”，英语常用的表达法是“take…days/months/years”。选take可正确表达语意。其他三个选项都不合适。故C为正确选项。

2.A。［解析］本题是对动词的考查。题干：我很好奇，他的长相怎么如此受欢迎。画线单词puzzle意为“使……迷惑”。四个选项：shock意为“使……惊讶”，influence意为“影响”，confuse意为“使……迷惑”，concern意为“关心，关注”。故A为正确选项。

3.D。［解析］本题测试形容词。题干：暴风雨造成了严重的损害。题干画线词severe意为“严重的”。四个选项：physical意为“物理的，身体的”，accidental意为“意外的”，serious意为“严重的”，environmental意为“环境的”。故D为正确选项。

4.B。［解析］本题是对动词的考查。题干：我们的目的是更新健康体系，我们成功了。画线单词update意为“更新”。四个选项：offer意为“提供”，provide意为“提供”，modernize意为“使……现代化”，fund意为“基金，提供资助”。故B为正确答案。

5.D。［解析］本题是对副词的考查。题干：她对于男人的评论十分荒谬。画线单词utterly意为“完全地，全部地”。四个选项：slightly意为“轻微地”，partly意为“部分地”，faintly意义为“轻微地”，completely意为“全部地”。故D为正确答案。

6.B。［解析］本题是对动词的考查。题干：美国大使馆外聚集了很多的群众。画线单词assemble意为“集中”。四个选项：watch意为“观看”，shout意为“喊叫”，gather意为“集合”，walk意为“走路”。因此，B为正确选项。

7.B。［解析］本题是对名词的考查。题干：他对于同学的歧视是显而易见的。

contempt意为“轻视、蔑视”。

need意为“需求”，hate意为“仇恨”，love意为“喜爱”，pity意为“遗憾”。

B项最优，但也不准确。此题编者存疑。

8.B。［解析］本题是对名词的考查。题干：这栋楼里的所有公寓户型都一样。题干画线词layout意为“布局，安排”。四个选项：color意为“颜色”，size意为“尺寸”，function意为“功能”，arrangement意为“安排，布局”。故正确答案为B。

9.C。［解析］本题是对形容词的考查。题干：天气晴朗，你可以看到50英里外的山。画线单词crisp意为“脆，新鲜”，四个选项：hot意为“热的”，heavy意为“重的”，fresh意为“新鲜，清新”，windy意为“刮风的”。因此，C为正确选项。

10.D。［解析］本题是对动词的考查。题干：他鼓励了许多年轻人参加这项运动。画线单词inspire意为“启发，鼓励”。四个选项：encourage意为“鼓舞，鼓励”，allow意为“允许”，call意为“呼叫，打电话”，advise意为“建议”。因此，D是正确选项。

11.B。［解析］本题是对形容词的考查。题干：我觉得花七镑买这杯饮料有些贵，你觉得呢？画线单词steep意为“陡峭的，高的”。四个选项：tight意为“紧张的”，low意为“低的”，cheap意为“便宜的”，high意为“高的”。故B为正确选项。

12.D。［解析］本题是对动词的考查。题干：许多小宝宝可以很容易地吸收大量的食物。画线单词take in意为“吸收，消化”。四个选项：bring意为“带来”，digest意为“消化”，keep意为“保留，保持”，serve意为“服务”。故D为正确选项。

13.A。［解析］本题是对动词词组的考查。题干：炸弹夷平了市中心。画线单词wipe out意为“扫除，清除”。四个选项：cover意为“涵盖，包括”，reduce意为“减少，缩减”，destroy意为“毁灭”，move意为“移动，移除”。因此，A为正确选项。

14.A。［解析］本题是对形容词的考查。题干：墙是由空心的混凝土砖块砌成的。画线单词hollow意为“空心的”。四个选项：empty意为“空的”，big意为“大的”，long意为“长的”，new意为“新的”。故A是正确答案。

15.B。［解析］本题是对名词的考查。题干：我们需要穿这些名牌吗？name在这里是形容词，意为“有名的，著名的”。画线单词tag意为“商标，标签”。四个选项：list意为“名单”，form意为“形式”，label意为“标签”，code意为“符号，密码”。故B为正确答案。

16.B。［解析］题干：Oklahoma经常遭受自然灾害。根据关键词Oklahoma定位到第一段，由“Oklahoma is not an area of the country famous for its quakes.”可知，Oklahoma并不是一个经常发生天灾的地方，且“caused cracks in a few buildings and scared many people who had never felt a quake before”告诉我们，人们是第一次经历地震，故此论述错误。

17.A。［解析］题干：地震是最无法预测的自然灾害。根据第一段最后一句“But the most dangerous type of natural disaster,and also the most unpredictable,is the earthquake.”可知此论述正确。

18.B。［解析］题干：极少地震是在人们没有意识的情况下发生的。通过第二段内容可知：很多地震人们都感受不到。因此，题干内容与原文不符合。

19.C。［解析］题干：地震仪能确认并定位中国大多数的地震。根据关键词回到原文可知，文章第三段并未讲到地震仪与中国地震测试的关系。因此，C为正确答案。

20.A。［解析］题干：8级及以上的大地震很少发生在远离地球构造板块边缘地带的地方。通过数字回到原文定位，原文第四段讲到8级及以上的大地震尤其（typically）会发生在构造板块的边缘地带。因此，题干内容符合原文含义。

21.B。［解析］题干：板块无论何时移动，都会发生地震。根据文章第四段的内容可知，板块会暂时连在一起，一旦相互摩擦，就会发生地震。但并非像题干所说，只要移动就会有地震发生。故选B。

22.A。［解析］题干：两个世纪以前袭击美国东部的地震是历史上最大的“板块中”地震之一。根据最后一段的内容可知，该题干的描述是符合原文内容的，故选A。

23.D。［解析］第二段首句的关键词once告知我们该段讲述的是“曾经”的事情。该段讲述的是人们过去对惰性气体的认识。故D（人们过去对惰性气体的理解）是正确选项。

24.F。［解析］第三段首句是主题句，指出惰性气体是元素，有类似的属性（properties）。因此，F（什么是惰性气体）是最佳概括句。

25.E。［解析］第四段没有主题句，通过首句可知该段讲述的是与化学反应（chemical reaction）的相关内容。通过其他几句可知，本段讲述惰性气体为何化学反应不积极。因此，E（什么使得惰性气体化学反应不活跃）是正确答案。

26.C。［解析］第五段的主题句为首句，讲述的是惰性气体的这些属性使得它们有了如下应用。因此，C（惰性气体的用途）是最佳概括。

27.B。［解析］句意：惰性气体化学反应不是非常______。全篇都可看出，惰性气体之所以叫惰性，是因为没有积极的化学反应。因此，B为正确选项。

28.F。［解析］句意：惰性气体中的氦气______。根据第三段最后一句话可知，氦气是最轻的。故选F。

29.A。［解析］句意：惰性气体的外层电子必要的数量是______。根据第四段可知，惰性气体的原子核外层电子是满的，是完整的。因此，正确答案为A。

30.C。［解析］句意：MRI使病人身上的手术______。根据文章最后一段末句可知：有了MRI,医生就能看到病人的大脑，就不用做手术了。因此，C是正确答案。

31.A。［解析］细节题。题干：Jigme Singye Wangchuck是谁？根据该人名回原文定位，可知第一段最后一句有答案：他是1972年的一个新ruler（统治者），即新国王。故A是正确答案。

32.B。［解析］细节题。题干：除了使不丹现代化，Wangchuck还想做什么？通过首段最后一句可知，Wangchuck想使不丹在不丢失其传统的前提下实现现代化。因此，B选项是正确的。

33.D。［解析］细节题。题干：一个国家通过______来展示GNP的进步。根据第二段前三句可知，很多国家都用产品和金钱了衡量GNP的进步，即用更多的产品出售来标志进步，因此D是正确答案。

34.C。［解析］细节题。题干：根据GNH的标准，人们更有幸福感，如果______。根据第三段对GNH的描述，人们如果在更健康、更安全的环境中生活，更好地保留自己的传统和习俗，有一个更稳定的政府，他们就会更幸福。因此，C选项是正确的标准之一。故选C。

35.D。［解析］细节题。题干：如果，很多国家______。从文章最后两段可知，不丹的GNH方式让很多国家都感兴趣，他们都在寻找自己的方式来衡量国民的幸福指数。因此，D是正确答案。

36.D。［解析］细节题。题干：第一段提到的猫、猴子、长颈鹿是证明______的例子。第一段的主题句是首句，大意是“人们是这个星球上进化程度最高的物种，但某些动物的技能确实我们只能梦想拥有的”，即有些动物的技能是人类没有的。故选D。

37.C。［解析］细节题。题干：能从档案长廊里找到什么？根据第二段可知，我们的档案不会追溯到达·芬奇时期以及他那大鸟一样的机器，但是可以回到19世纪，可以运用同样的原则制造第一架实用型飞机。因此，C是正确答案。

38.B。［解析］细节题。题干：莱特兄弟成功之后发生了什么？根据人名回到原文可定位到第三段。该段讲到莱特兄弟的成功，激发了很多人更多地研究自然来改进飞机，故B是正确答案。

39.D。［解析］推理题。题干：关于美国军队实施的研究，下列哪一个描述是正确的？用U.S.Army回到原文定位，文章最后一段有答案：这个研究尽管听上去不可思议，但如果真的实现的话，生活得有多大的改变？由此推理可知，到目前为止，该研究还未成功。故选D。

40.A。［解析］主旨题。题干：作者想表达什么？从本文的题目“仿生学”即可得知，文章的中心大意是讲自然如何赋予人类灵感和启示，从而有了很多重要的发明。因此，A是最佳答案。

41.B。［解析］细节题。题干：科学家公布了关于土星的什么发现？第一段有相关信息：科学家在土星的卫星土卫六上发现了生命的迹象，而这些生命的存在是以甲烷为基础的。故B为正确答案。

42.D。［解析］细节题。题干：下列关于土卫六的描述哪一个是对的？根据第二段的描述可知：科学家报告说，土卫六发现有生命原始迹象存在于该卫星充满氢气的大气层中。因此，D是正确答案。

43.C。［解析］细节题。题干：第五段中的“这种生命形式”指的是______？本题的答案即为全文讨论的主题：土卫六上以甲烷为生命基础、呼吸氢气的生物。故C为正确选项。

44.D。［解析］推理题。题干：从Mark Allen的发言中可推理得知______。Allen说要得出土卫六上有生物的结论，首先必须对土卫六上没有生物的观点做出回应。而要排除这个观点，我们还需要努力。因此，科学家至今对土卫六是否存在生物仍有不同的观点和解释。故D为正确答案。

45.A。［解析］主旨题。题干：下列哪一个能替换本文的题目？该文的主题是科学家在土卫六上发现了一种与地球生命形式不同的生命形式迹象，但这个发现并未得到所有科学家的一致同意，而只是一个在争论阶段的可能发现。因此，A是正确答案。

46.B。［解析］空格前讲到一些国家在孩子很小的时候开始体育竞技比赛，空格后提到有专门为4岁孩子开办的学习游泳和体操的班，可见，从空格处开始列举信息佐证空格前的论点。空格处填入B选项（少年足球班的孩子最小只有5岁）符合上下文语境。故选B。

47.A。［解析］空格前讲到确实有少量儿童会由此发展成技能高超的运动员，甚至成为国家奥运会备选选手，空格后讲到这种对竞赛的强调却有负面因素。因此，空格处需要填入转折含义的过渡句。A选项（但是，其他普通孩子又怎么样呢？）符合上下文语境，故选A。

48.C。［解析］空格前讲到很多家长会逼迫孩子选择一项运动，并为之全力付出。空格处则应该填入对此现象进一步说明的内容，因此C选项（调查表明，79%的年轻运动员的父母想让孩子专注于一项运动上面）是正确的。

49.D。［解析］上文讲到孩子们在7岁之前，都不太能理解什么叫竞争，因此他们更不能理解为什么父母会如此强烈地逼迫他们。故D是最佳选项。

50.F。［解析］空格前讲到12岁之前参与竞赛型体育活动的往往在18岁之前就会停止。空格后句子的意思是“过多的练习将快乐一卷而空”。因此，空格处填入“孩子们对体育活动完全丧失了兴趣”最合适。故F为正确答案。

51.A。［解析］本题考查句意。通篇文章讨论的是气候变化对城市的影响及其应对措施，并没有涉及economic（经济的）、industrial（工业的）和rural（农村的）话题。故urban是正确答案。

52.B。［解析］本题考查句意。该句的意思是：快速增长的国家，尤其是发展中国家，很可能遭受气候变化的影响。只有impact符合题意。故选B。

53.A。［解析］本题考查上下文语境。前面一句讲到，发展中国家的飞速发展的城市备受气候变化的折磨。本句紧接上一句讲到：大城市没有减少二氧化碳和其他温室气体的排放量。reduce符合题意。故选A。

54.A。［解析］本题考查句意。该句的意思是气候变化是个深刻地区化的问题，并极大______世界城市的发展。interest“兴趣”、implication“含义”、difference“区别”都不合适，只有threat（威胁）符合语境。故选A。

55.A。［解析］本题考查句意和形容词。上文讲到大多数城市没有做到减少或控制二氧化碳的排放量，说明城市是温室气体的主要来源。故A是正确选项。

56.B。［解析］本题考查句意和名词。城市居民最易受到气候变化的伤害，所以Lankao建议地方政府要进行政策介入以降低居民因气候变化而受到的伤害，而这会带来当前和长远利益。故B为正确答案。

57.C。［解析］本题考查句意与固定搭配。“置于更大的危险之中”用 “place…at greater risk”。

58.B。［解析］本题考查句意。本句的意思是：为什么持续的炎热天气对城市居民造成的伤害超过对其他周边居民造成的伤害？因为城市道路是大量铺设沥青的道路。此处heavily能表达该意。故选B。

59.C。［解析］本题考查句意。上文讲到一些诸如像风暴潮等自然灾害对城市地区的影响更为严重。只有serious是符合语境的。故C为正确选项。

60.B。［解析］本题考查词汇。贫穷社区容易受到各方面伤害，其基础设施一定是不尽如人意的。lack表示“缺乏”的含义，因此是正确答案。

61.B。［解析］本题考查介词，实则考查句意。贫穷国家的人住在不符合标准的房子里。很多基础设施是不会被贫穷居民享受到的。所有选项中without符合句意，故选B。

62.C。［解析］本题考查动词。该句讲到：因此，本地政府应当采取措施来保护居民。protect符合句意，故选C。

63.B。［解析］本题考查逻辑关系。Rhetoric responses（言辞反应，即用语言予以搪塞的反应）和meaningful responses（有意义的反应）是两种截然不同的反应。地方政府的反应是a hands-off approach,即不插手的政策，因此是前者而不是（rather than）后者。故选B。

64.A。［解析］本题考查句意。该句的意思是：他们不会强制执行一些可能减少暖气与空调需求的建筑标准。因此，只有need符合句意。故选A。

65.D。［解析］本题考查逻辑关系。上文提到很多政府都采取不干预的态度，因而Lankao才会敦促各个政府采取强有力的措施来预防气候变化的不利影响。两句之间为因果关系，故选D。
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1.D。［解析］本题大意：亨利先生去年加快了他股份的出售。画线词accelerate意为“加快”，选项中increase意为“加快”，故选D。

2.C。［解析］本题大意：玛莎承认她对电脑一无所知。画线词confess意为“承认”，选项中admit意为“承认”，故选C。

3.C。［解析］本题大意：从我卧室看到的景色绝对壮观。画线词spectacular意为“壮观”，选项中magnificent意为“壮观”，故选C。

4.D。［解析］本题大意：警察相信谋杀的动机是嫉妒。画线词motive意为“动机，原因”，选项中reason意为“原因”，故选D。

5.A。［解析］本题大意：当时，我们没有完全理解所发生事情的重要性。画线词grasp意为“理解”，选项中understand意为“理解”，故选A。

6.D。［解析］本题大意：他们把空闲的卧室变成了工作室。画线词convert意为“转变”，选项中turn意为“转变”，故选D。

7.C。［解析］本题大意：安德森离开桌子，说他还有工作要做。画线词remarking意为“说”，选项中saying意为“说”，故选C。

8.C。［解析］本题大意：我们需要获得相关财务数据。画线词extract意为“获得”，选项中obtain意为“获得”，故选C。

9.A。［解析］本题大意：简说她不能忍受这么长的时间。画线词tolerate意为“忍耐”，选项中stand意为“忍耐”，故选A。

10.C。［解析］本题大意：我们在会议上研究了扩张的可能性。画线词explore意为“研究”，选项中investigate意为“研究”，故选C。

11.A。［解析］本题大意：他的鞋擦得很亮。画线词shined意为“擦亮”，选项中polished意为“擦亮”，故选A。

12.A。［解析］本题大意：她总是挑毛病。画线词find fault with意为“挑毛病，批评”，选项中criticize意为“批评”，故选A。

13.D。［解析］本题大意：我们必须在法律体系内实施。画线词framework意为“体系，系统”，选项中system意为“系统”，故选D。

14.D。［解析］本题大意：高速火车对我们的生活有很大的影响。画线词impact意为“影响”，选项中influence意为“影响”，故选D。

15.B。［解析］本题大意：研究表明上科学课的学生数量在逐步下降。画线词steady意为“稳步的”，选项中continuous意为“持续的，逐步的”，故选B。

16.B。［解析］本题大意：我们脚下的大地是静止的。相关信息在文章第一段。故选B。

17.A。［解析］本题大意：陆地和海洋是慢慢地随着地壳的运动而形成的。相关信息在文章第一段最后一句。答案选A。

18.C。［解析］本题大意：地球在形成后迅速冷却下来。文章说到地球形成后的冷却时间是一个open question,也就是说没有定论，故选C。

19.B。［解析］本题大意：科学家估计，地壳在30亿年前就开始变化。相关信息在文章第三段第二句。答案选B。

20.C。［解析］本题大意：熔融的地壳用了很长时间才变硬。文章信息没有提到任何有关地壳用多长时间变硬的信息，故选C。

21.A。［解析］本题大意：Isua的上地壳带在38亿年前就开始形成了。相关信息在文章最后一段。答案选A。

22.C。［解析］本题大意：Isua的上地壳带现在是度假胜地。文章没有提到任何有关Isua的上地壳带是度假胜地的信息，故选C。

23.B。［解析］第二段主题句为第一句“The iPad runs the same operating system as iPod Touch and iPhone”（苹果平板电脑和之前的触控式iPod与苹果手机拥有相同的操作系统）。B选项Operating system与其意思一致，故B为正确答案。

24.F。［解析］第三段没有主题句，该段共四句话，其中第一句介绍的是iPad的显示（display），后三句介绍的是iPad如何进行数据连接（data connection）。F选项与其意思一致，故F为正确答案。

25.D。［解析］第四段主题句为第一句“An iPad has different features and applications one can use to execute different and interesting things”（iPad所拥有的不同产品特色及应用使其用户能够进行各种各样有趣的活动）。D选项Features and applications（特色及应用）与其意思一致，故D为正确答案。

26.E。［解析］第五段主题句为第一句“While the iPad is mostly used by consumers it also has been taken up by business users”（iPad被广大普通消费者所使用的同时，它也被许多商务用户所广泛使用）。E选项Business usage（商务中的使用）与其意思一致，故E为正确答案。

27.B。［解析］根据题干线索词in April 2010可定位原文至第一段最后一句前半句“Apple released the iPad in April 2010…”，这里题干将原句变为被动态进行同义改写，其中所需添加成分即为谓语动词release,故B为正确答案。

28.C。［解析］根据题干线索词only run programs将原文定位至第二段最后一句前半部分“Without modification,it will only run programs approved by Apple…”，该句中的it 即指iPad,题干中的if not与原句中的without意思相近，而modification的动词形式为modify,由此可推知，C为正确答案。

29.F。［解析］根据题干线索词e-mail将原文定位至第四段后三句“One of the most common uses is for e-mail services.iPad applications like Markdown Mail allow the adoption of specific and particular options.They enable the owner to personalize their e-mail accounts”，其中最后一句中的they即指上句中的iPad applications。题干是将原句后半部分变为被动态进行同义改写，需要添加的是动词personalize的被动态，故F为正确答案。

30.A。［解析］根据题干线索词employee productivity 将原文定位至最后一段最后一句“…iPad usage in workplaces is linked to the goals of increased employees producti-vity…”，这里workplace与office意思一致，题干对该句进行了同义改写，通过比对可以发现所需添加的成分为动词increase,故A为正确答案。

31.D。［解析］细节题。由原文第一段第三句话“In many countries,cell phones are very popular with young people”和末段第四句话“Mobile phones can be very useful and convenient,especially in emergencies”可以看出手机是“popular,useful and convenient”，故可排除A、B和C。只有选项D在文中未提及。此题根据常识也可推断出正确答案，并能为考生节省时间。

32.D。［解析］猜词题。根据题干返回原文定位，该段第二句“Signs of change in the issues of the brain and head can be detected with modern scanning（扫描）equipment”表示“通过现代扫描设备能够发现大脑和头部的信号变化”，故答案为D。此题也可采取排除法，现代扫描设备是不可能治愈（A）或移除（B）信号的，可排除A、B。选项C意为“引起”，放入句中不符合逻辑。

33.B。［解析］细节题。此题较为简单，可在原文中直接找到答案。参见原文第三段第三、四句“In one case,a traveling salesman had to retire at a young age because of serious memory loss.He couldn't remember even simple tasks”，故正确答案为B。

34.D。［解析］细节题。参见原文第四段末句“Mobile phone companies agree that there is some radiation,but they say the amount is too small to worry about”，选项D与此相符合，故正确答案为D。

35.D。［解析］从题干的“The writer's purpose of writing this article is”可以看出，此题为Main Purpose类型的主旨题。根据文章最后一段的总结句“So for now,it's wise not to use your mobile phone too often”，考生可以轻易地得出结论：作者的目的是建议人们尽量减少手机的使用。故正确答案为D。

36.B。［解析］细节考查题。题干问的是第一段中举“Spider”和“bird”例子的目的。第一段指出地球上的生物种类繁多，举“Spider”和“bird”的例子就是为了说明这一内容。故正确答案为B。

37.B。［解析］细节考查题。题干问的是创办EoL的目的。答案参见第二段第三句“The project aims to catalog every species on Earth in a single,easy-to-use reference guide”。选项B符合题意，故正确答案为B。

38.C。［解析］细节考查题。题干问的是EoL初期的信息来源。答案参见第三段第一句“To get the encyclopedia started,the creators will use information from scientific databases that already exist”，故正确答案为C。

39.A。［解析］猜词题。novice表示“新手，初学者”，与文中的expert“专家”对应，对比四个选项，选项A的beginner有初学者的含义，故正确答案为A。

40.A。［解析］细节考查题。答案参见第四段“To make sure the encyclopedia is accurate,scientists will review much of the information added to it”。选项A“Scientists will review every piece of the information added to the EoL”与此不符，故正确答案为A。

41.C。［解析］细节考查题。答案参见第二段：动物园中的大象面临很多健康问题。故正确答案为C。

42.D。［解析］属于三正一误的细节考查题。由文中信息可知，是动物园而非研究人员保存了园内所有动物的详细信息。

43.C。［解析］细节考查题。答案参见第四段：野生雌性大象的平均寿命是动物园里雌性大象平均寿命的两倍还多。

44.D。［解析］细节考查题。答案参见第五段第三、四句：动物园里的大象不像野生大象那样活动，因此非常肥胖；它们也不像野生大象那样过着群居的生活。

45.A。［解析］观点题。最后一段指出其他动物在动物园能够很好地繁衍生息，而大象却不能。选项B、C、D均未提及。

46. B。［解析］前面说到现在媒体跟名流的状况，并说过去并非如此。B选项说到80年前的状况，正好与前面内容形成顺接关系，所以选择B选项。

47. E。［解析］空格前一句为the allure（诱惑）of flying captured Lindbergh's imagination:飞行的诱惑紧紧地抓住了Lindbergh的心。而这种诱惑的结果是什么呢？E选项则给出了明确的答案，因此选择E。

48. D。［解析］前句介绍Lindbergh在军队服役并获得飞行员资格，接下来应该说的就是取得资格后开始工作的情况，因此选择D。

49. C。［解析］Lindbergh knew he had the skills to complete the flight, but not just any plane was capable of flying that far for that long（Lindbergh知道自己已经有能力去飞行，但是却没有能够飞行远距离的飞机）这个句子指出欠缺远距离飞行的飞机，接下来的表述应围绕远距离飞机展开，所以选择C。

50. A。［解析］空格的前句指出了Lindbergh获得的奖励，因此空格处可以为进一步的介绍，所以A选项符合题意。

51.B。［解析］diagnose:诊断；increase:增加；examine:测试；treat:对待。此题考查文意理解，句意是“抽烟能增加一些少年的忧郁征兆”，同时题目中也出现increase,故B为正确答案。

52.C。［解析］financial:经济上的；material:材料的；emotional:思想上的；political:政治上的。下文提到了mood（心情），可以判断emotional为正确答案。

53.B。［解析］此题考查上下文衔接。下文第一个子句句意为“抽烟或许能提高人的情绪”；第二个子句句意为“抽烟的人表现出更重的抑郁征兆”。这两个句子明显意思有转折，故Although（尽管）符合文意。

54.B。［解析］in the long term意为“从长远来看”，属固定搭配，故B为正确答案。

55.A。［解析］affect:影响；judge:判断；lead:引导；study:学习。本文重点讨论抽烟对情绪的影响，故A为正确答案。

56.A。［解析］此题考查固定搭配。located in意为“坐落在”。句意为：选择……以及坐落在高档、中档、低档经济圈附近的学校。故答案为A。

57.A。［解析］此处文意为“参与者被分成三组”，所以groups最符合文意。sets:套；species:种类；versions:版本。这些词放在此处语意不通。

58.B。［解析］physical意为“物理的”，这里指“身体的”，后接state表示身体状态，而其他选项明显不符合文意。

59.C。［解析］上句提到“感到做事情太累”，那此处应该也是负面的表现。“have trouble doing sth.”意为“做某事很困难”。此处文意为：入睡或者保持清醒很困难。故C为正确答案。

60.B。［解析］此处考查上下文用词对应，上文多次提到improve mood,故B为正确答案。

61.B。［解析］前文higher为比较级，此处为比较的对象，故B为正确答案。

62.A。［解析］此处考查固定搭配，at the risks of意为“冒着……风险”，故A为正确答案。

63.A。［解析］association:关系；cooperation:合作；difference:不同；agreement:同意。上文提到的实验，其目的是弄清抽烟与情绪的关系，故此处association最符合文意。

64.B。［解析］probably:可能；principally:主要；occasionally:偶尔；scarcely:仅仅。根据文章讨论的方向可以知道，作者主要想阐述的是抽烟对青少年的影响，故B为正确答案。

65.A。［解析］此处句意如下：那些青年感觉能从抽烟获得精神上的好处，实际上更容易患上抑郁征兆，强调这一事实是很重要的。故A为正确答案。
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
