为什么有的人高分通过大学英语四、六级，却仍听不懂原汁原味的BBC新闻报道？为什么有的人经过苦练，能基本听懂VOA Special English了，但一听到正常语速的BBC新闻播报就目瞪口呆，茫然不知所措？

古语云：与其临渊羡鱼，不如退而结网。没错，与其一味地抱怨自己听力差或词汇量小，抑或是播音员语速过快，不如静下心来认真研究一下怎样才能真正提高自己的外语听力水平。

提高听力，不仅仅靠耳朵，而应当耳到、嘴到、心到。十聋九哑，就是说十个聋子里面九个是哑巴；这充分表明了听的重要性。“哑巴英语”主要不是口舌缺陷所致，而是缺乏足够的声音输入和听说训练。听说不能分家：只听不说，收效甚微；听说结合，说出来才是自己的。听说训练的最佳素材是各类新闻报道，因为它是英语中最鲜活的语言，每天世界上发生的一切大事小情，都会在新闻英语中有所反映。层出不穷的新词语及新用法，会第一时间在新闻英语中体现出来。由此可见，想学好英语，就离不开英语新闻报道。

合理预测，事半功倍



听音填词的出题形式类似于完形填空，要求我们根据上下文及录音信息补充空白。如果能够利用给出的已知信息去预测空格的未知信息，就可以提高答题的针对性，避免盲目性。

1．根据文章体裁来预测。不同体裁的文章，其篇章组织形式也不同。例如说明文的特点是主题突出，文章的开头或段首多半有主题句，之后的段、句进一步扩展、说明或论证主题句。通过识别作者如何组织文章中的词、短语、句子以及篇章，可以更好地解读文章的意义。作者在组织篇章时，常常会使用一些语篇标记语，来标记语篇衔接关系。因此，可以借助语篇标记语去推断段、句之间的逻辑关系及文章的内容。例如，看到therefore，就知道后面是结果；however表示下面的信息是与上文不同或相反的情况；furthermore提供进一步的信息等等。

2．根据语法结构来预测。语法结构主要用来对单词的形式进行预测。可以根据句子的语法结构，判断空白处的文字在句子中的成分（是主语、宾语、谓语、定语，还是其他成分？）和词性（是名词、动词、形容词，还是副词？等等），从而以准确的形式体现空格。

值得指出的是，在预测时两种技巧是同时起作用的。平时有计划、有意识地训练，久而久之，一定会收到良好的效果。

听力技巧 2　Listening Tips






利用规则，准确辨音



准确辩音是听力理解的最基本技能。如果不能分辨出每个单词的正确发音，词义的理解上就会出现偏差，甚至与原意完全相反。好在所要听写的单词是出现在一定的上下文之中的，这为我们确定词义提供了方便。除了善于利用语境进行准确辨音外，还有赖于对语音规则的掌握和运用。对听力测试的分析表明，即使词汇和句子结构都很简单，对某个语音现象或语音规则缺乏理解或者不完全掌握仍会造成考生听力理解的困难，他们会听不懂句子的意思或者听错句子的意思。

那么，有哪些语音现象和语音规则是考生必须掌握和运用的呢？首先要注意连读、弱读、同化等特殊的语音现象的读音规则。另外，在当今的网络时代，英语新词也是层出不穷。例如email, mobile phone, surf the internet, IT, Kyoto Protocol（京都议定书）等等。因此，要想听懂新闻英语，我们极有必要吸收新的词汇和新的表达法。

正确书写，不留遗憾



当我们在做听音填词时，如果单词听懂了，又知道大致如何拼写，但就是写得不准确，结果却拿不到分，这岂不太可惜？因此，如何把听懂的单词写准确，确保拿分，就是我们努力的方向。

如何才能做到这一点呢？在平时记单词时，要把看、听、读、写结合起来记忆，一个词的读音、拼写、意义、用法都同等重要。基于此，我们应从这几个方面下功夫：

1．确保大小写正确。如果要听写的单词位于句子的开头，或者根据上下文判断是一个专有名词成分，那么，它的第一个字母应当大写。

2．注意单词中各音节之间的辅音字母是否双写。单词中各音节之间的辅音字母有的双写，有的不双写，这一点应引起注意。例如，success，process，value，focused，necessary，recommend等单词，音节之间的辅音字母，有的是双写，有的不是，平时记忆时要根据发音规律记牢。还有的是与词形变化有关，例如write的现在分词和过去分词分别是writing和written，而不能写成writting和writen。

3．注意发同一个元音的不同元音字母。一是要注意在不同的单词中，字母a，e，i，o，u都可以发元音[ɪ]，具体到某一个单词应当用哪一个元音字母。如language，college，dolphin，business，minute等等。二是发某个元音的是单个元音字母还是字母组合。例如diary，experience，couple，variety，ruining，species，mysterious等词，发元音的就是字母组合。

4．不要遗漏不发音的字母。不发音的字母在拼写时容易被遗漏，例如island，isle，exhausted，comb等单词中的s，h，b。平时记单词时，这种现象要特别注意。

5．注意词尾的变化。这主要包括名词的单复数、非谓语动词和谓语动词的形式、形容词和副词的比较级和最高级等等。

照搬同义，灵活处理







听音填句这个题型，有两种处理方式：如果句子较短，能够原封不动地把原句写下来当然再好不过了。但如果句子较长，照搬原句就显得比较困难，而且句子越长，难度越大。

如果出现较长的句子怎么办呢？运用同义替换法，也就是说，在不改变原文句意的情况下，用另一种语言形式复述原文内容。其要诀是，用关键词把每个意群的大意记下来，然后整合成完整的句子。意群之间的关联成分，可以留在最后句子整合时补充。为了表明意群之间的关系，可以使用自己设计的符号，如用箭头、星号等表示先后顺序或并列的要点。

同义替换包括词汇层面上的同义替换和句子层面上的同义替换。词汇层面上的同义替换主要是用单个同义词替换较长的短语。例如：There will be another bus in two or three minutes. 可替换为：There will be another bus soon. 句子层面上的同义替换是指另外搭建句子的架构，用自己熟悉的句型改写句子，从而达到化繁为简、化难为易的效果，保证答题的准确率。例如：Wilson should bring the document to his office, but it completely slipped his mind.可改写为：Wilson had forgotten to bring the book.

究竟应该照搬原句，还是运用同义替换，这主要取决于句子的长短和学习者的听力水平及记录能力。

预读选项，把握主动



对于很多学习者来说，短文听力理解存在的主要问题是不能完全听懂全文，结果造成听懂的部分没有出题，出题的部分自己偏偏没有听懂。要解决这个问题，平时多练习，提高自己的听力水平固然重要。但是从解题的角度来说，一些小技巧确实可以帮助学习者最大限度地发挥出自己的水平，特别是在考试的时候。

预测要点，有的放矢



预测要点必须和预读选项有机结合起来。预读选项时不要在每一个单词上平均分配注意力。预读选项的目的是预测，包括预测文章大意、出题方式和文章的考点等。因此预读选项时要关注重点意群，从而做到在听录音时能够“开关耳朵”，有的放矢。具体说来，要做到如下几点：

1．关注选项关键词。抓住每一个选项的最主要信息点，便于不同选项之间的区分，同时还可把这些信息点当作关键词。在预测时应迅速用下划线标记每一个选项中的关键词，在头脑中形成印象，以便在听到原文中相同信息时能够迅速与选项对应。

2．预测文章主旨。某一个选项的意思不一定正确，但是如果把几个题目的选项内容综合起来，对于预测文章大意往往能够提供一些线索。

3．预测出题方式。选项本身是问题的回答方式，我们可以由问题的回答方式来预测问题的提问方式，从而在听到对应的录音信息时能够找到豁然开朗的感觉。从选项中的关键信息点往往还可以预测提问的内容，这样我们在听录音时，就可以重点专注于提问的部分。例如：

A) Children don't get enough education in safety.

B) Children are keen on dangerous games.

C) The playgrounds are in poor condition.

D) The playgrounds are overcrowded.

A、B以children为主语，关键词safety和dangerous揭示问题要点。C、D的主语是playgrounds，表语部分是对他们的负面特征的描述。联系到children和playgrounds的关系，再联系到“安全性”和游乐场的负面描述，可以预测，本文的主旨不外乎是关于儿童在游乐场的安全问题和帮助儿童免受危险的办法。

遇到细节，直接选择



在短文听力理解题中，细节类占了绝大部分比重。从选项的设置来看，细节题可分为三类：正选题（何者正确）、反选题（何者错误）、问题条件与选项条件对应题。正选型细节题要求从选项中找出与原文内容一致的选项，这个选项或者是原文关键词的再现（符合“听到什么就选什么”的解题原则），或者是原文的同义表达（同义表达选项是答案）。反选型细节题给出的四个选项中，有三项的内容与原文一致，只有一项与原文不同，要求我们从中挑出“不正确”的一项。与正选型细节题相比，反选型细节题考查了四个考点，故难度有所增加。难度最大的是问题条件与选项条件对应型细节题，四个选项都较短，也容易理解；短文中提到过其中至少两个选项的相关信息；只有在问题中才给出回答问题的依据。因为在听的过程中仅仅能判断某个选项是否提及，而不能判断它是否是考官的设问之处，所以必须等听到问题后才能作答，故其难度相对又增加了一些。

正选题在细节题中占绝大多数比重，我们只需直接根据新闻内容选择答案即可。对于另外两种细节题，则需判断每个选项的正误，或者要做些简短的笔记，以便根据听到的问题作答。

把握脉络，巧解主旨



主旨类题目考查我们对短文主旨大意的概括理解能力。由于文章的主题句一般出现在短文的开头或结尾，所以，短文的开头与结尾部分往往就成为出题的重点。其题目形式一般相对固定。例如：

1) What did the speaker want to tell us in this passage?

2) What is the speaker mainly talking about?

3) What is the passage mainly about?

解答主旨类题目的关键是要对文章有一个宏观的理解，抓住主题句和文章的脉络。由于短文的题材不同，体裁各异，主题句的位置也不固定，或在段首，或在段尾，或者段首段尾相结合，共同表达一个完整的主题。

一般来讲，主题句出现在段首的文章属于演绎性文章。文章的开头就明确主题，然后用演绎法将观点展开论述。归纳性文章的主题句常出现在段尾，文章先陈述观点、论据，最后得出结论，也就是文章的主题。

有的文章首尾相呼应，表达一个完整的概念，阐明文章的主旨。

主旨类题型虽然出现的频率并不高，但是理解大意是理解细节和准确推断的前提，所以我们建议大家在练习听任何一片材料时首先问自己一个问题：这篇文章主要在讲什么？

听力技巧 11　Listening Tips






把握规律，游刃有余



短文听力理解的篇幅一般都较长，所以把短文的所有细节都记住确实难度很大。好在很多题目的解答并不一定需要听懂整篇文章的所有细节。只要我们对文章的行文特点有一定的敏锐度，常常就能把握住出题的关键之处。找到了命题的规律，再结合读题预测，就不难找到解题的正确思路。

通过长期的观察，我们发现，短文听力理解出题的关键之处主要有：1．篇首与篇尾。篇首出题比较容易为学习者所掌握。通常是在短文的开头就表明讨论的话题，命题人选择此处提出第一个问题。学习者往往可以凭借关键词判断出问题的答案。篇尾处出题对于学习者来说难度相对较大，因为学习者不知道录音材料什么时候结束，在找到答案之前一直处于焦虑之中，影响水平的发挥。但篇尾命题的规律是其类型一般为细节题或推论题。细节题往往可以根据关键词直接得出答案。对于推论题，学习者要特别注意短文中得出某种结论的地方。2． 表示并列、转折、因果关系的地方。当在短文中听到 not only…but also, because, so, since, but, however等表示前后关系的关联词时，就应该提高警惕。3．表示强调的地方。表示强调的词语主要有 the very, the only, do, did, it is…that…等等，以及各种倒装结构。4．表示类比和举例的地方。表示类比和举例的关键词主要有 for example, for instance, firstly, secondly, thirdly, on the contrary, on the other hand等等。5．出现年份、年龄、价钱、时间等数字的地方。6．出现形容词和副词比较级和最高级的地方。7．出现特殊疑问句、反意问句或者表示强烈语气的地方。

注重积累，忌抱佛脚



任何一件事情的成功都不是一朝一夕的事情，英语听力更甚。那么，我们平时应该从哪些方面入手来练就英语听力的基本功呢？

首先，要有一口地道的英语发音。语音与听力是相辅相成的，很难想象出口即错的学习者能有多高的听力水平。其次，听力练习要与阅读练习并重。词汇量和语法是阅读的关键，阅读量的多少以及阅读能力的好坏决定听说能力的高低，而我们学习语言，又必须从听说开始。第三，选择合适的听力材料。既要听正常语速的材料，又要听慢速听力材料。因为正常语速跟慢速之间不同的地方实在太多，譬如连读、省略、轻读、模糊等等，这些都是影响听懂与否的关键要素。第四，精听与泛听相结合。专心听懂一份材料比你囫囵吞枣地听十份材料的效果要好得多。泛听也十分重要。因为泛听有精听得不到的东西，泛听中需要注意的是语速和语调，来让你习惯正常的语速。第五，注意常用词汇的积累。外国人说话不是每一句都用你不懂的单词说的。你听不懂的有可能就是最常用的，而且是你已经掌握了的单词，只是它们在常速、连读、略音下使你以为是生词而已。例如，whereas, therefore, hereafter, heron, hence, afterwards, since, wherever等等。因此，我们平时要多收集这些单词，通过各种不同语速的材料来把握它们的发音。
