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前言

历年四级考试结果证明：要想考高分，必须做真题！

该书是在广泛征求多所高校四级强化班考生建议的基础上，通过我们在强化班教学的亲身体验而进行编写的。目前图书市场上大量的四级真题集，很多存在着答案错误、解析简单（如“根据原文轻松可知A、B、D是错的，因此C是对的”）

Reaping the Rewards of Risk-Taking


［A］Since Steve Jobs resigned as chief executive of Apple，much has been said about him as a peerless business leader who has created immense wealth for shareholders，and guided the design of hit products that are transforming entire industries，like music and mobile communications．

［B］All true，but let's think different，to borrow the Apple marketing slogan of years back. Let's look at Mr. Jobs as a role model．

［C］Above all，he is an innovator
 （创新者）. His creative force is seen in products such as the iPod，iPhone，and iPad，and in new business models for pricing and distributing music and mobile software online. Studies of innovation come to the same conclusion: you can't engineer innovation，but you can increase the odds of it occurring. And Mr. Jobs' career can be viewed as a consistent pursuit of improving those odds，both for himself and the companies he has led. Mr. Jobs，of course，has enjoyed singular success. But innovation，broadly defined，is the crucial ingredientin all economic progress—higher growth for nations，more competitive products for companies，and more prosperous careers for individuals. And Mr. Jobs，many experts say，exemplifies what works in the innovation game．

［D］“We can look at and learn from Steve Jobs what the essence of American innovation is，” says John Kao，an innovation consultant to corporations and governments. Many other nations，Mr. John Kao notes，are now ahead of the United States in producing what are considered the raw materials of innovation. These include government financing for scientific research，national policies to support emerging industries，educational achievement，engineers and scientists graduated，even the speeds of Internet broadband service．

［E］Yet what other nations typically lack，Mr. Kao adds，is a social environment that encourages diversity，experimentation，risk-taking，and combining skills from many fields into products that he calls “recombinant mash-ups
 （打碎重组），” like the iPhone，which redefined the smartphone category. “The culture of other countries doesn't support the kind of innovation that Steve Jobs exemplifies，as America does，” Mr. John Kao says．

［F］Workers of every rank are told these days that wide-ranging curiosity and continuous learning are vital to thriving in the modern economy. Formal education matters，career counselors say，but real-life experience is often even more valuable．

［G］An adopted child，growing up in Silicon Valley，Mr. Jobs displayed those traits early on. He was fascinated by electronics as a child，building Heathkit do-it-yourself projects，like radios. Mr. Jobs dropped out of Reed College after only a semester and traveled around India in search of spiritual enlightenment，before returning to Silicon Valley to found Apple with his friend，Stephen Wozniak，an engineering wizard
 （奇才）. Mr. Jobs was forced out of Apple in 1985，went off and founded two other companies，Next and Pixar，before returning to Apple in 1996 and becoming chief executive in 1997．

［H］His path was unique，but innovation experts say the pattern of exploration is not unusual. “It's often people like Steve Jobs who can draw from a deep reservoir of diverse experiences that often generate breakthrough ideas and insights，” says Hal Gregersen，a professor at the European Institute of Business Administration．

［I］Mr. Gregersen is a co-author of a new book，The Innovator's DNA
 ，which is based on an eight-year study of 5，000 entrepreneurs
 （创业者）and executives worldwide. His two collaborators and co-authors are Jeff Dyer，a professor at Brigham Young University，and Clayton Christensen，a professor at the Harvard Business School，whose 1997 book The Innovator's Dilemma
 popularized the concept of “disruptive
 （颠覆性的）innovation.”

［J］The academics identify five traits that are common to the disruptive innovators: questioning，experimenting，observing，associating and networking. Their bundle of characteristics echoes the ceaseless curiosity and willingness to take risks noted by other experts. Networking，Mr. Hal Gregersen explains，is less about career-building relationships than a consistent search for new ideas. Associating，he adds，is the ability to make idea-producing connections by linking concepts from different disciplines．

［K］“Innovators engage in these mental activities regularly，” Mr. Gregersen says. “It's a habit for them.” Innovative companies，according to the authors，typically enjoy higher valuations in the stock market，which they call an “innovation premium
 （溢价）.” It is calculated by estimating the share of a company's value that cannot be accounted for by its current products and cash flow. The innovation premium tries to quantify
 （量化）investors' bets that a company will do even better in the future because of innovation．

［L］Apple，by their calculations，had a 37 percent innovation premium during Mr. Jobs' first term with the company. His years in exile resulted in a 31 percent innovation discount. After his return，Apple's fortunes improved gradually at first，and improved markedly starting in 2005，yielding a 52 percent innovation premium since then．

［M］There is no conclusive proof，but Mr. Hal Gregersen says it is unlikely that Mr. Jobs could have reshaped industries beyond computing，as he has done in his second term at Apple，without the experience outside the company，especially at Pixar—the computer-animation
 （动画制作）studio that created a string of critically and commercially successful movies，such as Toy Story
 and Up
 .

［N］Mr. Jobs suggested much the same thing during a commencement address to the graduating class at Stanford University in 2005. “It turned out that getting fired from Apple was the best thing that could have ever happened to me，” he told the students. Mr. Jobs also spoke of perseverance
 （坚持）and will power. “Sometimes life hits you in the head with a brick，” he said. “Don't lose faith.”

［O］Mr. Jobs ended his commencement talk with a call to innovation，both in one's choice of work and in one's life. Be curious，experiment，take risks，he said to the students. His advice was emphasized by the words on the back of the final edition of The Whole Earth Catalog
 ，which he quoted: “Stay hungry. Stay foolish.” “And，” Mr. Jobs said，“I have always wished that for myself. And now，as you graduate to begin anew，I wish that for you.”

Passage One



Questions 46 to 50 are based on the following passage．


Some of the world's most significant problems never hit headlines. One example comes from agriculture. Food riots and hunger make news. But the trend lying behind these matters is rarely talked about. This is the decline in the growth in yields of some of the world's major crops. A new study by the University of Minnesota and McGill University in Montreal looks at where，and how far，this decline is occurring．

The authors take a vast number of data points for the four most important crops: rice，wheat，corn and soyabeans
 （大豆）. They find that on between 24% and 39% of all harvested areas，the improvement in yields that took place before the 1980s slowed down in the 1990s and 2000s．

There are two worrying features of the slowdown. One is that it has been particularly sharp in the world's most populous
 （人口多的）countries，India and China. Their ability to feed themselves has been an important source of relative stability both within the countries and on world food markets. That self-sufficiency cannot be taken for granted if yields continue to slow down or reverse．

Second，yield growth has been lower in wheat and rice than in corn and soyabeans. This is problematic because wheat and rice are more important as foods，accounting for around half of all calories consumed. Corn and soyabeans are more important as feed grains. The authors note that “we have preferentially focused our crop improvement efforts on feeding animals and cars rather than on crops that feed people and are the basis of food security in much of the world.”

The report qualifies the more optimistic findings of another new paper which suggests that the world will not have to dig up a lot more land for farming in order to feed 9 billion people in 2050，as the Food and Agriculture Organisation has argued．

Instead，it says，thanks to slowing population growth，land currently ploughed up for crops might be able to revert
 （回返）to forest or wilderness. This could happen. The trouble is that the forecast assumes continued improvements in yields，which may not actually happen．

Passage Two



Questions 51 to 55 are based on the following passage．


The endless debate about “work-life balance” often contains a hopeful footnote about stay-at-home dads. If American society and business won't make it easier on future female leaders who choose to have children，there is still the ray of hope that increasing numbers of full-time fathers will. But based on today's socioeconomic trends，this hope is，unfortunately，misguided．

It's true that the number of men who have left work to do their thing as full-time parents has doubled in a decade，but it's still very small: only 0.8% of married couples where the stay-at-home father was out of the labor force for a year. Even that percentage is likely inflated by men thrust into their caretaker role by a downsizing. This is simply not a large enough group to reduce the social stigma
 （污名）and force other adjustments necessary to supporting men in this decision，even if only for a relatively short time．

Even shorter times away from work for working fathers are already difficult. A study found that 85% of new fathers take some time off after the birth of a child—but for all but a few，it's a week or two at most. Meanwhile，the average for women who take leave is more than 10 weeks．

Such choices impact who moves up in the organization. While you're away，someone else is doing your work，making your sales，taking care of your customers. That can't help you at work. It can only hurt you. Women，of course，face the same issues of returning after a long absence. But with many more women than men choosing to leave the workforce entirely to raise families，returning from an extended parental leave doesn't raise as many eyebrows as it does for men．

Women would make more if they didn't break their earning trajectory
 （轨迹）by leaving the workforce，or if higher-paying professions were more family-friendly. In the foreseeable future，stay-at-home fathers may make all the difference for individual families，but their presence won't reduce the numbers of high-potential women who are forced to choose between family and career．

试题精讲


★ Part Ⅰ　Writing



【写作思路点拨】


①审题及布局。审题。本次四级作文是解读漫画内容并进行评论。主题应围绕“在子女求学道路上，家长应扮演什么样的角色”来论述。审题完成开始写作时，首先要简要描述漫画内容及其内涵，重点应当阐述家长在选择求学道路的时候，扮演什么样的角色才是恰当的。布局。本题型仍然可以按照传统三段式，第一段从漫画内容着手，引出论点。第二段主要论述家长在子女求学过程中应当给予什么样的指导，或哪方面的指导。第三段可以作为自己观点的总结。注意在写作过程中要有理有据、条理清晰即可。

②语言。在写作的时候，要注意选词的恰当得体，句子语法的前后通顺、连贯性；注意论述时语言表达的条理性，在保证句法通顺的前提下尽可能做到表达的准确和多样化；最后，注意各个部分之间的衔接和连贯。

 ，a decision-making parent can easily spoil their children's interests and hobbies. This may do harm to children's growth．


In conclusion
 ，parents' role in their children's growth should be instructors，guiding and helping their children to make decisions themselves．

［B］这些描述都是正确的，不过让我们换个角度想一想，借用一下苹果很多年前的宣传口号。让我们看看作为榜样的乔布斯。

［C］总而言之，他是一位创新者。他的创新能力通过iPod、iPhone、iPad这些产品反映出来，还体现在他为在线形式的音乐和移动软件的传播与定价建立了新的商业模式。对于创新的研究有这样一个结论：你不可能人为制造创新点，但你可以提升其出现概率。乔布斯的一生就是为提升这种概率而持续奋斗的，为自己的理想奋斗，也为公司的未来奋斗。乔布斯本人当然享受着非凡的成功。（41）但创新，从广义上来说，是一切形式的经济发展的关键要素

［G］乔布斯，成长在硅谷的一个寄养家庭，他很早就显露出这些特性。孩童时代，他就被电子学所吸引，他加入了Heathkit自己做项目，做出了收音机这样的成品。在就读于瑞德学院一学期后，他就退学去印度全国周游，寻找心灵的启迪。之后他回到硅谷，和好友工程学奇才 Stephen Wozniak创办了苹果公司。1985年，他被迫离开公司，自己创立了另外两个公司，Next和Pixar。1996年他回归苹果，并于次年成为总裁。

［H］他的成长道路是独特的，但创新专家表示，开拓进取的模式没有什么特别的。（43）“只有像乔布斯这样能从自己头脑储备的丰富阅历中提炼出东西来的人，才能有突破性的思维和洞察力，”
 Hal Gregersen，欧洲工商管理学会的教授指出。

［I］Gregersen先生是新书《创新者的DNA》的作者之一，这本书以一项历时8年的对世界上5000个企业创业者和老总的研究为基础。他的两位合作者是Jeff Dyer，杨伯翰大学的教授，以及Clayton Christensen，哈佛商学院的教授。后者1997年出版的图书《创新者的困局》向人们普及了“颠覆性创造力”的概念。

［J］对于颠覆性创造者，学界公认他们身上有五种品质：质疑、实验、观察、联想和构建网络。这一系列品质是对其他专家提出的无止境的探索精神以及愿意献身的精神的最好回应。构建网络，Hal Gregersen 解释到，更重要的是持续搜寻新的理念，而不单单是建立职场人际关系。（40）他补充说，所谓联想的能力，就是能把不同学科的概念串起来产生新的意义的能力。


［K］“创新者每天都要进行这样的思维活动，”Gregersen先生说，“这是他们的习惯。”作者们表示，创新的公司，在股市上市值也高，这就叫做“创新溢价”。这种价格是以估测该公司的股价来决定的，但依据不是该公司目前的产品和现金流。创新溢价根据某公司将来是否能在创新后变得更好，来给投资者提供量化的赔率。

Passage One




本文是关于世界粮食产量持续下降，可能出现的粮食危机的。


世界上一些最重要的问题从来也抢不到报纸头条。一个典型的例子来自农业领域。因食物危机产生的骚乱或饥饿会成为新闻，（46）但其背后的大趋势却很少被谈及——这就是世界上主要粮食作物产量的下降。
 Minnesota和McGill大学的一项研究关注这种下降趋势产生于何处，影响有多深远。

研究者们收集了指向四大主要作物：水稻、小麦、玉米和大豆的大量数据。他们发现，24%～39%的耕地在20世纪80年代收成有显著改善，但在20世纪90年代与21世纪初十年间这种趋势放缓了。

这种下降有两个令人担忧的特征。一是其趋势在印度和中国，世界上人口最多的两个国家尤为明显。（47）这两国粮食自给自足的能力对国内局势稳定和世界粮食市场稳定都至关重要。
 如果产量持续下降甚至减产，我们就不能信任其自给自足能力了。

The Changes Facing Fast Food


［A］Fast-food firms have to be a thick-skinned bunch. Health experts regularly criticise them severely for selling food that makes people fat. Critics even complain that McDonald's，whose logo symbolises calorie excess，should not have been allowed to sponsor the World Cup. These are things fast-food firms have learnt to cope with. But not perhaps for much longer. The burger business faces more pressure from regulators at a time when it is already adapting strategies in response to shifts in the global economy．

［B］Fast food was once thought to be recession-proof. When consumers need to cut spending，the logic goes，cheap meals like Big Macs and Whoppers become even more attractive. Such “trading down” proved true for much of the latest recession，when fast-food companies picked up customers who could no longer afford to eat at casual restaurants. Traffic was boosted in America，the home of fast food，with discounts and promotions，such as $1 menus and cheap combination meals．

［C］As a result，fast-food chains have weathered the recession better than their more expensive competitors. In 2009 sales at full-service restaurants in America fell by more than 6%，but total sales remained about the same at fast-food chains. In some markets，such as Japan，France and Britain，total spending on fast food increased. Same-store sales in America at McDonald's，the world's largest fast-food company，did not decline throughout the downturn. Panera Bread，an American fast-food chain known for its fresh ingredients，performed well，too，because it offers higher-quality food at lower prices than restaurants．

［D］But not all fast-food companies have been as fortunate. Many，such as Burger King，have seen sales fall. In a severe recession，while some people trade down to fast food，many others eat at home more frequently to save money. David Palmer，an analyst at UBS，a bank，says smaller fast-food chains in America，such as Jack in the Box and Carl's Jr.，have been hit particularly hard in this downturn because they are competing with the global giant McDonald's，which increased spending on advertising by more than 7% last year as others cut back．

［E］Some fast-food companies also sacrificed their own profits by trying to give customers better value. During the recession companies set prices low，hoping that once they had tempted customers through the door they would be persuaded to order more expensive items. But in many cases that strategy did not work. Last year Burger King franchisees
 （特许经营人）sued
 （起诉）the company over its double-cheeseburger promotion，claiming it was unfair for them to be required to sell these for $1 when they cost $1-10 to make. In May a judge ruled in favour of Burger King. Nevertheless，the company may still be cursing its decision to promote cheap choices over more expensive ones because items on its “value menu” now account for around 20% of all sales，up from 12% last October．

［F］Analysts expect the fast-food industry to grow modestly this year. But the downturn is making companies rethink their strategies. Many are now introducing higher-priced items to entice
 （引诱）consumers away from $1 specials. KFC，a division of Yum! Brands，which also owns Taco Bell and Pizza Hut，has launched a chicken sandwich that costs around $5. And in May Burger King introduced barbecue
 （烧烤）pork ribs at $7 for eight．

［G］Companies are also trying to get customers to buy new and more items，including drinks. McDonald's started selling better coffee as a challenge to Starbucks. Its “McCafe” line now accounts for an estimated 6% of sales in America. Starbucks has sold rights to its Seattle's Best coffee brand to Burger King，which will start selling it later this year．

［H］As fast-food companies shift from “super size” to “more buys”，they need to keep customer traffic high throughout the day. Many see breakfast as a big opportunity，and not just for fatty food. McDonald's will start selling porridge
 （粥）in America next year. Breakfast has the potential to be very profitable，says Sara Senatore of Bernstein，a research firm，because the margins can be high. Fast-food companies are also adding midday and late-night snacks，such as blended drinks and wraps. The idea is that by having a greater range of things on the menu，“we can sell to consumers products they want all day，” says Rick Carucci，the chief financial officer of Yum! Brands．

［I］But what about those growing waistlines？ So far，fast-food firms have cleverly avoided government regulation. By providing healthy options，like salads and low-calorie sandwiches，they have at least given the impression of doing something about helping to fight obesity
 （肥胖症）. These offerings are not necessarily loss-leaders，as they broaden the appeal of outlets to groups of diners that include some people who don't want to eat a burger. But customers cannot be forced to order salads instead of fries．

［J］In the future，simply offering a healthy option may not be good enough. “Every packaged-food and restaurant company I know is concerned about regulation right now，” says Mr. Palmer of UBS. America's health-reform bill，which Congress passed this year，requires restaurant chains with 20 or more outlets to put the calorie-content of items they serve on the menu. A study by the National Bureau of Economic Research，which tracked the effects on Starbucks of a similar calorie-posting law in New York City in 2007，found that the average calorie-count per transaction fell 6% and revenue increased 3% at Starbucks stores where a Dunkin Donuts outlet was nearby—a sign，it is said，that menu-labelling could favour chains that have more healthy offerings．

［K］In order to avoid other legislation in America and elsewhere，fast-food companies will have to continue innovating
 （创新）. Walt Riker of McDonaid's claims the change it has made in its menu means it offers more healthy items than it did a few years ago. “We probably sell more vegetables，more milk，more salads，more apples than any restaurant business in the world，” he says. But the recent proposal by a county in California to ban McDonald's from including toys in its high-calorie “Happy Meals”，because legislators believe it attracts children to unhealthy food，suggests there is a lot more left to do．

If you think a high-factor sunscreen
 （防晒霜）keeps you safe from harmful rays，you may be wrong. Research in this week's Nature
 shows that while factor 50 reduces the number of melanomas
 （黑瘤）and delays their occurrence，it can't prevent them. Melanomas are the most aggressive skin cancers. You have a higher risk if you have red or blond hair，fair skin，blue or green eyes，or sunburn easily，or if a close relative has had one. Melanomas are more common if you have periodic intense exposure to the sun. Other skin cancers are increasingly likely with long-term exposure．

There is continuing debate as to how effective sunscreen is in reducing melanomas—the evidence is weaker than it is for preventing other types of skin cancer. A 2011 Australian study of 1，621 people found that people randomly selected to apply sunscreen daily had half the rate of melanomas of people who used cream as needed. A second study，comparing 1，167 people with melanomas to 1，101 who didn't have the cancer，found that using sunscreen routinely，alongside other protection such as hats，long sleeves or staying in the shade，did give some protection. This study said other forms of sun protection—not sunscreen—seemed most beneficial. The study relied on people remembering what they had done over each decade of their lives，so it's not entirely reliable. But it seems reasonable to think sunscreen gives people a false sense of security in the sun．

Many people also don't use sunscreen properly—applying insufficient amounts，failing to reapply after a couple of hours and staying in the sun too long. It is sunburn that is most worrying—recent research shows five episodes of sunburn in the teenage years increases the risk of all skin cancers．

The good news is that a combination of sunscreen and covering up can reduce melanoma rates，as shown by Australian figures from their slip-slop-slap campaign. So if there is a heat wave this summer，it would be best for us，too，to slip on a shirt，slop on
 （抹上）sunscreen and slap on a hat．

Across the rich world，well-educated people increasingly work longer than the less-skilled. Some 65% of American men aged 62～74 with a professional degree are in the workforce，compared with 32% of men with only a highschool certificate. This gap is part of a deepening divide between the well-educated well-off and the unskilled poor. Rapid technological advance has raised the incomes of the highly skilled while squeezing those of the unskilled. The consequences，for individuals and society，are profound．

The world is facing an astonishing rise in the number of old people，and they will live longer than ever before. Over the next 20 years the global population of those aged 65 or more will almost double，from 600 million to 1-1 billion. The experience of the 20th century，when greater longevity
 （长寿）translated into more years in retirement rather than more years at work，has persuaded many observers that this shift will lead to slower economic growth，while the swelling ranks of pensioners will create government budget problems. But the notion of a sharp division between the working young and the idle old misses a new trend，the growing gap between the skilled and the unskilled. Employment rates are falling among younger unskilled people，whereas older skilled folk are working longer. The divide is most extreme in America，where well-educated baby-boomers
 （二战后生育高峰期出生的美国人）are putting off retirement while many less-skilled younger people have dropped out of the workforce．

Policy is partly responsible. Many European governments have abandoned policies that used to encourage people to retire early. Rising life expectancy
 （预期寿命），combined with the replacement of generous defined-benefit pension plans with less generous defined-contribution ones，means that even the better-off must work longer to have a comfortable retirement. But the changing nature of work also plays a big role. Pay has risen sharply for the highly educated，and those people continue to reap rich rewards into old age because these days the educated elderly are more productive than the preceding generation. Technological change may well reinforce that shift: the skills that complement computers，from management knowhow to creativity，do not necessarily decline with age．

Section B



整改指向快餐业




在全球经济衰退中，快餐业做出了适应性的战略部署，如打折促销，低价策略，推出咖啡、早餐、小吃等新产品，却仍面临监管的压力。快餐企业想通过提供一些健康食品来躲避政府政策，但美国国会通过的健康法案要求连锁餐馆把食品热量标注在菜单上。快餐企业将不得不继续改良菜单，快餐业还有很长的路要走。


A.健康专家不断猛烈抨击向人们兜售发胖食品的快餐业，因而快餐业不得不成为一个厚着脸皮生存的群体。评论家们甚至抱怨道，麦当劳的标识就代表着超高热量，不应该被允许赞助世界杯。虽然有些事情快餐业已经学会去处理，但也许他们无法坚持太久。当汉堡经济在全球经济条件下已经做出适应性的战略部署作为回应来扭转局势的时候，却还要面临着来自监管者方面更多的压力。

B.（40）快餐一度被认为是经济衰退的证据。逻辑上看，当消费者要削减开支时，巨无霸和特大型汉堡等便宜的食物会变得更有吸引力。
 快餐商家攥住了那些在休闲餐厅付不起钱的消费者，这样的低消费观在最近的经济衰退中得到了很好的证明。在美国这个快餐的发源地，伴随着快餐业的打折以及促销活动，例如推出1美元菜单和便宜的什锦饭，快餐店客流也变得兴旺起来。

C.结果，快餐业比那些贵一点的同行们更好地度过了这次经济危机。2009年美国本土那些全服务餐馆业的营业额与以前同期相比有超过6%的降幅，但是快餐连锁企业的营业额却依然保持不变。在其他国家的市场上，如日本、法国和英国，在快餐上的消费整体上是增长的。在美国同行业的营业额中，世界上最大的快餐企业麦当劳在业绩没有下滑的情况下度过了经济衰退期。以其新鲜原料闻名的美国快餐连锁运营商Penera Bread也业绩良好，因为他们以比饭店更低廉的价格提供了更高质量的食物。

D.但并非所有的快餐企业都有如此好的运气。例如汉堡王等许多企业的营业额就有所下滑。（41）在严重经济衰退中，相对于一些人低消费投向快餐，许多人更多的时候为了省钱在家里吃饭。
 瑞士联合银行（UBS）的分析师大卫·帕尔曼表示，在美国一些小型的快餐连锁店，如玩偶匣（Jack in the Box）和卡乐星（Carl's Jr.），在这次经济衰退中受到了特别严重的冲击。因为与此同时他们还要与像麦当劳这样的全球性大集团进行竞争，去年当其他企业都在缩减开支时，麦当劳却向广告宣传多投入了超过7%的财力。

E. 一些快餐企业不惜削减自己的利润试图给顾客们更好的优惠。（42）经济危机期间，很多商家采取低价策略，希望一旦诱使顾客迈进大门，就能够劝说他们购买稍贵的产品。但在许多情况下，这些计划实施后反而事与愿违。
 去年汉堡王的特约经销商就因为双层芝士汉堡的促销活动控告了公司，并声称被要求以1美元出售这些成本价1.10美元的产品对他们而言是不公平的。最终五月份法官裁决表示支持汉堡王。尽管如此，这家公司依然咒骂汉堡王做出的决定，即增加可供选择的便宜产品，使其超过价高产品的数量。这些便宜产品在“超值菜单”所占比例从去年10月的12%升到了现在的20%。

F. 分析人士对今年快餐业的适度增长有所期待。但衰退的形势却不容乐观，快餐企业重新考虑了他们的战略。（44）现在许多商家推出一些稍高价格的商品，试图将消费者从1美元的特价商品中吸引回来。
 拥有塔可钟和必胜客的百胜餐饮集团（Yum!），其旗下品牌肯德基已经推出了一款售价约5美元的鸡肉三明治。五月份汉堡王则推出了7美元购8块的烤猪排。

G. 许多快餐企业当然也试图让消费者购买包括饮料在内的更多新产品。麦当劳开始销售更优质的咖啡作为对星巴克的挑战。它的“麦咖啡”系列在美国本土的销售量约占6%。（38）星巴克已将它“西雅图最好咖啡”的品牌版权出售给了汉堡王，并将于今年晚些时候开始销售。


H. 因为要实现从“大尺寸”到“更多买家”策略的转变，这些快餐商家需要维持一整天的高客流。另外，不少商家看到了早餐市场巨大的商机，并不是高热量食物那么简单。麦当劳将从明年开始销售粥类食物。伯恩斯坦调查公司的莎拉·塞纳托雷表示，（43）早餐市场具有赚钱的潜力，因为它的利润是相当高的。
 快餐商家也在增加中午和夜晚小吃的种类，例如混合型饮料及包装食品。正因为这个菜单包含的范围很广，以百胜集团财务部经理瑞克·卡如茨的观点来说，“我们可以卖给消费者他们一整天都需要的食物。”

I. 但是谁来关注那些越长越粗的腰围呢？到目前为止，快餐企业还是有些灵活的办法来躲避政府的政策。（39）通过提供一些健康的选择项目，像沙拉和低热量的三明治，他们至少想给人们留下为帮助对抗肥胖要做些具体事情的印象。
 提供这些东西并不一定是亏本买卖，因为它们扩大了经销商对那些不喜欢吃汉堡的人群的吸引力。但是不可能强制消费者购买沙拉来代替炸薯条。

 美国国家经济研究局开展了一项调查，跟踪了2007年纽约推出的相似的热量法案对星巴克的影响，发现在旁边有唐恩甜甜圈店的情况下，星巴克平均每次交易中的热量值减少了6%，而营业收入增长了3%，据说这个迹象表明了这些新增的菜单标签有利于那些提供更健康食物的企业。

Essay-Grading Software Offers Professors a Break


［A］Imagine taking a college exam，and，instead of handing in a blue book and getting a grade from a professor a few weeks later，clicking the “send” button when you are done and receiving a grade back instantly，your essay scored by a software program. And then，instead of being done with that exam，imagine that the system would immediately let you rewrite the test to try to improve your grade．

［B］EdX，the nonprofit enterprise founded by Harvard and the Massachusetts Institute of Technology （MIT）to offer courses on the Internet，has just introduced such a system and will make its automated
 （自动的）software available free on the Web to any institution that wants to use it. The software uses artificial intelligence to grade student essays and short written answers，fleeing professors for other tasks．

［C］The new service will bring the educational consortium
 （联盟）into a growing conflict over the role of automation in education. Although automated grading systems for multiple-choice and true-false tests are now widespread，the use of artificial intelligence technology to grade essay answers has not yet received widespread acceptance by educators and has many critics．

［D］Anant Agarwal，an electrical engineer who is president of EdX，predicted that the instant- grading software would be a useful teaching tool，enabling students to take tests and write essays over and over and improve the quality of their answers. He said the technology would offer distinct advantages over the traditional classroom system，where students often wait days or weeks for grades. “There is a huge value in learning with instant feedback，” Dr. Agarwal said. “Students are telling us they learn much better with instant feedback.”

［E］But skeptics
 （怀疑者）say the automated system is no match for live teachers. One longtime critic，Les Perelman，has drawn national attention several times for putting together nonsense essays that have fooled software grading programs into giving high marks. He has also been highly critical of studies claiming that the software compares well to human graders．

［F］He is among a group of educators who last month began circulating a petition
 （呼吁）opposing automated assessment software. The group，which calls itself Professionals Against Machine Scoring of Student Essays in High-Stakes Assessment，has collected nearly 2，000 signatures，including some from famous people like Noam Chomsky．

［G］“Let's face the realities of automatic essay scoring，” the group's statement reads in part. “Computers cannot ‘read.’ They cannot measure the essentials of effective written communication: accuracy，reasoning，adequacy of evidence，good sense，ethical
 （伦理的）position，convincing argument，meaningful organization，and clarity，among others.”

［H］But EdX expects its software to be adopted widely by schools and universities. It offers free online classes from Harvard，MIT and the University of California-Berkeley; this fall，it will add classes from Wellesley，Georgetown and the University of Texas. In all，12 universities participate in EdX，which offers certificates for course completion and has said that it plans to continue to expand next year，including adding international schools．

［I］The EdX assessment tool requires human teachers，or graders，to first grade 100 essays or essay questions. The system then uses a variety of machine-learning techniques to train itself to be able to grade any number of essays or answers automatically and almost instantly. The software will assign a grade depending on the scoring system created by the teacher，whether it is a letter grade or numerical
 （数字的）rank．

［J］EdX is not the first to use the automated assessment technology，which dates to early computers in the 1960s. There is now a range of companies offering commercial programs to grade written test answers，and four states—Louisiana，North Dakota，Utah and West Virginia —are using some form of the technology in secondary schools. A fifth，Indiana，has experimented with it. In some cases the software is used as a “second reader，” to check the reliability of the human graders．

［K］But the growing influence of the EdX consortium to set standards is likely to give the technology a boost. On Tuesday，Stanford announced that it would work with EdX to develop a joint educational system that will make use of the automated assessment technology．

［L］Two start-ups，Coursera and Udacity，recently founded by Stanford faculty members to create “massive open online courses，” or MOOCs，are also committed to automated assessment systems because of the value of instant feedback. “It allows students to get immediate feedback on their work，so that learning turns into a game，with students naturally gravitating
 （吸引）toward resubmitting the work until they get it right，” said Daphne Koller，a computer scientist and a founder of Coursera．

［M］Last year the Hewlett Foundation，a grant-making organization set up by one of the Hewlett-Packard founders and his wife，sponsored two $100，000 prizes aimed at improving software that grades essays and short answers. More than 150 teams entered each category. A winner of one of the Hewlett contests，Vik Paruchuri，was hired by EdX to help design its assessment software．

［N］“One of our focuses is to help kids learn how to think critically，” said Victor Vuchic，a program officer at the Hewlett Foundation. “It's probably impossible to do that with multiple-choice tests. The challenge is that this requires human graders，and so they cost a lot more and they take a lot more time.”

［O］Mark D. Shermis，a professor at the University of Akron in Ohio，supervised the Hewlett Foundation's contest on automated essay scoring and wrote a paper about the experiment. In his view，the technology—though imperfect—has a place in educational settings．

［P］With increasingly large classes，it is impossible for most teachers to give students meaningful feedback on writing assignments，he said. Plus，he noted，critics of the technology have tended to come from the nation's best universities，where the level of teaching is much better than at most schools．

［Q］“Often they come from very famous institutions where，in fact，they do a much better job of providing feedback than a machine ever could，” Dr. Shermis said. “There seems to be a lack of appreciation of what is actually going on in the real world.”

这是我们罪恶的享受：在世界上许多国家，人们看电视的时间是除了工作和睡觉之外最多的了。美国人每天要看五个小时的电视，虽然我们知道长时间一动不动地坐在那里可能导致肥胖症或者其他疾病，研究者们现在通过量化分析了解到成为一个电视迷是一件多么有害的事情。

［B］由哈佛和MIT建立的非营利组织EdX在网上提供课程，他们刚刚引入了这个系统，任何想用的学校都可以在网上免费使用其自动判分软件。（37）这一软件使用人工智能来给学生的的作文和简答题判分，教授们可以被解放出来做其他事情。


［C］这一新服务将整个教育联盟带入了关于自动化的角色的争论中，并愈发激烈。（39）尽管自动判分系统在给选择题和判断题打分上已普遍使用，但用人工智能技术来给作文打分还没有被教育家和评论家们广泛接受。

Joy: A Subject Schools Lack



Becoming educated should not require giving up pleasure.

A)When Jonathan Swift proposed，in 1729，that the people of Ireland eat their children，he insisted it would solve three problems at once: feed the hungry masses，reduce the population during a severe depression，and stimulate the restaurant business. Even as a satire
 (讽刺)，it seems disgusting and shocking in America with its child-centered culture. But actually，the country is closer to his proposal than you might think．

B) If you spend much time with educators and policy makers，you'll hear a lot of the following words: “standards，” “results，” “skills，” “self-control，” “accountability，” and so on. I have visited some of the newer supposedly “effective” schools，where children shout slogans in order to learn self-control or must stand behind their desk when they can't sit still．

C) A look at what goes on in most classrooms these days makes it abundantly clear that when people think about education，they are not thinking about what it feels like to be a child，or what makes childhood an important and valuable stage of life in its own right．

D)I'm a mother of three，a teacher，and a developmental psychologist. So I've watched a lot of children—talking，playing，arguing，eating，studying，and being young. Here's what I've come to understand. The thing that sets children apart from adults is not their ignorance，nor their lack of skills. It's their enormous capacity for joy. Think of a 3-year-old lost in the pleasures of finding out what he can and cannot sink in the bathtub，a 5-year-old beside herself with the thrill of putting together strings of nonsensical words with her best friends，or an 11-year-old completely absorbed in a fascinating comic strip. A child's ability to become deeply absorbed in something，and derive intense pleasure from that absorption，is something adults spend the rest of their lives trying to return to．

E)A friend told me the following story. One day，when he went to get his 7-year-old son from soccer practice，his kid greeted him with a downcast face and a sad voice. The coach had criticized him for not focusing on his soccer drills. The little boy walked out of the school with his head and shoulders hanging down. He seemed wrapped in sadness. But just before he reached the car door，he suddenly stopped，crouching
 (蹲伏)down to peer at something on the sidewalk. His face went down lower and lower，and then，with complete joy he called out，“Dad. Come here. This is the strangest bug I've ever seen. It has，like，a million legs. Look at this. It's amazing.” He looked up at his father，his features overflowing with energy and delight. “Can't we stay here for just a minute？ I want to find out what he does with all those legs. This is the coolest ever.”

F)The traditional view of such moments is that they constitute a charming but irrelevant byproduct of youth—something to be pushed aside to make room for more important qualities，like perseverance
 (坚持不懈)，obligation，and practicality. Yet moments like this one are just the kind of intense absorption and pleasure adults spend the rest of their lives seeking. Human lives are governed by the desire to experience joy. Becoming educated should not require giving up joy but rather lead to finding joy in new kinds of things: reading novels instead of playing with small figures，conducting experiments instead of sinking cups in the bathtub，and debating serious issues rather than stringing together nonsense words，for example. In some cases，schools should help children find new，more grown-up ways of doing the same things that are constant sources of joy: making art，making friends，making decisions．

G)Building on a child's ability to feel joy，rather than pushing it aside，wouldn't be that hard. It would just require a shift in the education world's mindset
 (思维模式). Instead of trying to get children to work hard，why not focus on getting them to take pleasure in meaningful，productive activity，like making things，working with others，exploring ideas，and solving problems？ These focuses are not so different from the things in which they delight．

H)Before you brush this argument aside as rubbish，or think of joy as an unaffordable luxury in a nation where there is awful poverty，low academic achievement，and high dropout rates，think again. The more horrible the school circumstances，the more important pleasure is to achieving any educational success．

I)Many of the assignments and rules teachers come up with，often because they are pressured by their administrators，treat pleasure and joy as the enemies of competence and responsibility. The assumption is that children shouldn't chat in the classroom because it hinders hard work; instead，they should learn to delay gratification
 (快乐)so that they can pursue abstract goals，like going to college．

J)Not only is this a boring and awful way to treat children，it makes no sense educationally. Decades of research have shown that in order to acquire skills and real knowledge in school，kids need to want to learn. You can force a child to stay in his or her seat，fill out a worksheet，or practice division. But you can't force the child to think carefully，enjoy books，digest complex information，or develop a taste for learning. To make that happen，you have to help the child find pleasure in learning—to see school as a source of joy．

K)Adults tend to talk about learning as if it were medicine: unpleasant，but necessary and good for you. Why not instead think of learning as if it were food—something so valuable to humans that they have evolved to experience it as a pleasure？

L)Joy should not be trained out of children or left for after-school programs. The more difficult a child's life circumstances，the more important it is for that child to find joy in his or her classroom. “Pleasure” is not a dirty word. And it doesn't run counter to the goals of public education. It is，in fact，the precondition．

Clock-timers organize their day by blocks of minutes and hours. They work down the list，each task starts when the previous task is completed. It is said that all of us employ a mix of both these types of planning．

What，then，are the effects of thinking about time in these different ways？ Does one make us more productive？ Better at the tasks at hand？ Happier？ In experiments conducted by Tamar Avnet and Anne-Laure Sellier，they had participants organize different activities—from project planning，holiday shopping，to yoga—by time or to-do list to measure how they performed under “clock time” vs “task time.” They found clock timers to be more efficient but less happy because they felt little control over their lives. Task timers are happier and more creative，but less productive. They tend to enjoy the moment when something good is happening，and seize opportunities that come up.

The researchers argue that task-based organizing tends to be undervalued and under-supported in business culture. Smart companies，they believe，will try to bake more task-based planning into their strategies．

This might be a small change to the way we view work and the office，but the researchers argue that it challenges a widespread characteristic of the economy: work organized by clock time. While most people will still probably need，and be，to some extent，clock-timers，task-based timing should be used when performing a job that requires more creativity. It'll make those tasks easier，and the task-doers will be happier．

Martha Stewart was charged，tried and convicted of a crime in 2004. As she neared the end of her prison sentence，a well-known columnist wrote that she was “paying her dues，” and that “there is simply no reason for anyone to attempt to deny her right to start anew．”

Surely，the American ideal of second chances should not be reserved only for the rich and powerful. Unfortunately，many federal and state laws impose post-conviction restrictions on a shockingly large number of Americans，who are prevented from ever fully paying their debt to society．

At least 65 million people in the United States have a criminal record. This can result in severe penalties that continue long after punishment is completed．

Many of these penalties are imposed regardless of the seriousness of the offense or the person's individual circumstances. Laws can restrict or ban voting，access to public housing，and professional and business licensing. They can affect a person's ability to get a job and qualification for benefits．

In all，more than 45，000 laws and rules serve to exclude vast numbers of people from fully participating in American life．

Some laws make sense. No one advocates letting someone convicted of pedophilia
 (恋童癖)work in a school. But too often collateral
 (附随的)consequences bear no relation to public safety. Should a woman who possessed a small amount of drugs years ago be permanently unable to be licensed as a nurse？

These laws are also counterproductive，since they make it harder for people with criminal records to find housing or land a job，two key factors that reduce backsliding．

A recent report makes several recommendations，including the abolition of most post-conviction penalties，except for those specifically needed to protect public safety. Where the penalties are not a must，they should be imposed only if the facts of a case support it．

The point is not to excuse or forget the crime. Rather，it is to recognize that in America's vast criminal justice system，second chances are crucial. It is in no one's interest to keep a large segment of the population on the margins of society．

受教育不应该牺牲快乐。





本文作者作为母亲、教师和发展心理学家，认为人们在思考教育时，并没有考虑到孩子的感受。受教育不应该牺牲快乐，而应该是要寻找新的快乐方式。这需要教育界转变思维模式。要想使孩子们在学校掌握技能和真正的知识，首先要让孩子们渴望学习。


A）1729年，乔纳森·斯威夫特提议爱尔兰人吃他们的孩子，他坚信这可以立刻解决三个问题：使得饥饿的大众有饭吃；在严重的经济萧条时期减少人口；促进餐饮业发展。（38）对奉行以孩子为中心的文化的美国来说，这看起来让人无法接受和震惊，甚至很讽刺。但事实上，这个国家却更接近于乔纳森·斯威夫特的提议，可能远超你的想象。

How to Eat Well


A)Why do so many Americans eat tons of processed food，the stuff that is correctly called junk (垃圾)and should really carry warning labels？

B) It's not because fresh ingredients are hard to come by. Supermarkets offer more variety than ever，and there are over four times as many farmers' markets in the U. S. as there were 20 years ago. Nor is it for lack of available information. There are plenty of recipes
 (食谱)，how-to videos and cooking classes available to anyone who has a computer，smartphone or television. If anything，the information is overwhelming．

C) And yet we aren't cooking. If you eat three meals a day and behave like most Americans，you probably get at least a third of your daily calories
 (卡路里)outside the home. Nearly two-thirds of us grab fast food once a week，and we get almost 25% of our daily calories from snacks. So we're eating out or taking in，and we don't sit down—or we do，but we hurry．

D)Shouldn't preparing—and consuming—food be a source of comfort，pride，health，well-being，relaxation，sociability？ Something that connects us to other humans？ Why would we want to outsource
 (外包)this basic task，especially when outsourcing it is so harmful？

E)When I talk about cooking，I'm not talking about creating elaborate dinner parties or three-day science projects. I'm talking about simple，easy，everyday meals. My mission is to encourage green hands and those lacking time or money to feed themselves. That means we need modest，realistic expectations，and we need to teach people to cook food that's good enough to share with family and friends．

F)Perhaps a return to real cooking needn't be far off. A recent Harris poll revealed that 79% of Americans say they enjoy cooking and 30% “love it”; 14% admit to not enjoying kitchen work and just 7% won't go near the stove at all. But this doesn't necessarily translate to real cooking，and the result of this survey shouldn't surprise anyone: 52% of those 65 or older cook at home five or more times per week; only a third of young people do．

G)Back in the 1950s most of us grew up in households where Mom cooked virtually every night. The intention to put a home-cooked meal on the table was pretty much universal. Most people couldn't afford to do otherwise．

H)Although frozen dinners were invented in the ’40s，their popularity didn't boom until televisions became popular a decade or so later. Since then，packaged，pre-prepared meals have been what's for dinner. The microwave and fast-food chains were the biggest catalysts
 (催化剂)，but the big food companies—which want to sell anything except the raw ingredients that go into cooking—made the home cook an endangered species．

I)Still，I find it strange that only a third of young people report preparing meals at home regularly. Isn't this the same crowd that rails against processed junk and champions craft cooking？ And isn't this the generation who say they're concerned about their health and the well-being of the planet？ If these are truly the values of many young people，then their behavior doesn't match their beliefs．

J)There have been half-hearted but well-publicized efforts by some food companies to reduce calories in their processed foods，but the Standard American Diet is still the polar opposite of the healthy，mostly plant-based diet that just about every expert says we should be eating. Considering that the government's standards are not nearly ambitious enough，the picture is clear: by not cooking at home，we're not eating the right things，and the consequences are hard to overstate．

K)To help quantify
 (量化)the costs of a poor diet，I recently tried to estimate this impact in terms of a most famous food，the burger
 (汉堡包). I concluded that the profit from burgers is more than offset
 (抵消)by the damage they cause in health problems and environmental harm．

L)Cooking real food is the best defense—not to mention that any meal you're likely to eat at home contains about 200 fewer calories than one you would eat in a restaurant．

M)To those Americans for whom money is a concern，my advice is simple: Buy what you can afford，and cook it yourself. The common prescription is to primarily shop the grocery store，since that's where fresh produce，meat and seafood，and dairy are. And to save money and still eat well you don't need local，organic ingredients; all you need is real food. I'm not saying local food isn't better; it is. But there is plenty of decent food in the grocery stores．

N)The other sections you should get to know are the frozen foods and the canned goods. Frozen produce is still produce; canned tomatoes are still tomatoes. Just make sure you're getting real food without tons of added salt or sugar. Ask yourself，would Grandma consider this food？ Does it look like something that might occur in nature？ It's pretty much common sense: you want to buy food，not unidentifiable foodlike objects．

O)You don't have to hit the grocery store daily，nor do you need an abundance of skill. Since fewer than half of Americans say they cook at an intermediate level and only 20% describe their cooking skills as advanced，the crisis is one of confidence. And the only remedy for that is practice. There's nothing mysterious about cooking the evening meal. You just have to do a little thinking ahead and redefine what qualifies as dinner. Like any skill，cooking gets easier as you do it more; every time you cook，you advance your level of skills. Someday you won't even need recipes. My advice is that you not pay attention to the number of steps and ingredients，because they can be deceiving．

P)Time，I realize，is the biggest obstacle to cooking for most people. You must adjust your priorities to find time to cook. For instance，you can move a TV to the kitchen and watch your favorite shows while you're standing at the sink. No one is asking you to give up activities you like，but if you're watching food shows on TV，try cooking instead．

The opposite of a wallet is a smartphone or an iPad. The rounded edges，cool glass，smooth and unknowable as a pebble
 (鹅卵石). Instead of digging through pieces of paper and peering into corners，we move our fingers left and right. No more counting out coins. Show your wallet，if you still have one. It may not be here much longer．

From data collected，it seems the things that cause us to lose the most sleep，on average，are sporting events，time changes，and holidays．

Around the world，people changed sleep patterns thanks to the start or end of daylight savings time. Russians，for example，began to wake up about a half-hour later each day after President Vladimir Putin shifted the country permanently to “winter time” starting on October 26．

Russia's other late nights and early mornings generally correspond to public holidays. On New Year's Eve，Russians have the world's latest bedtime，hitting the hay at around 3:30 a.m．

Russians also get up an hour later on International Women's Day，the day for treating and celebrating female relatives．

 (冰球)final．

The World Cup is also chiefly responsible for sleep deprivation
 (剥夺). The worst night for sleep in the U. K. was the night of the England-Italy match on June 14. Brits stayed up a half-hour later to watch it，and then they woke up earlier than usual the next morning thanks to summer nights，the phenomenon in which the sun barely sets in northern countries in the summertime. That was nothing，though，compared to Germans，Italians，and the French，who stayed up around an hour and a half later on various days throughout the summer to watch the Cup．

It should be made clear that not everyone has a device to record their sleep patterns; in some of these nations，it's likely that only the richest people do. And people who elect to track their sleep may try to get more sleep than the average person. Even if that's the case，though，the above findings are still striking. If the most health-conscious among us have such deep swings in our shut-eye levels throughout the year，how much sleep are the rest of us losing？

According to Charles Harper，Chairman of ConAgra，the Healthy Choice line of frozen dinners，began with his own heart attack. It has been brought on by years of eating anything he could get his hands on. (19)As he lay in the hospital recovering，Harper imagined the line of healthy frozen foods that tasted good.
 (20)The Healthy Choice product line was carefully tested with consumers before being introduced to the general public.
 ConAgra's research and development staff spent a year working under the instruction “Whatever the cost，don't sacrifice taste”. The first test market results surprised even the ConAgra team. The low-sodium，low-fat frozen dinners sold much better than expected. (21)According to the firm's vice-president of marketing and sales，“We benefited from low expectations. The products were much better than people thought they would be.”
 This finding supported ConAgra's decision to position the product against other high-quality frozen dinners rather than as a diet or health food. The new product's brand name and packaging were an important part of the development process. (22)The name Healthy Choice was chosen for the positive implication it held for consumers.
 Because ConAgra felt the product would be an impulse purchase，it was important to make the item stand out in the freezer case. This was accomplished through the dark green packaging that not only differed from the competitors，but also suggested freshness and richness in vitamins．

Passage Three


(23)In the United States，36 states currently allow capital punishment for serious crimes such as murder.
 Americans have always argued about the death penalty. (24)Today，there is a serious question about this issue: Should there be a minimum age limit for executing criminals？
 In other words，is it right for convicted murderers who kill when they are minors—that is，under the age of 18—to receive the death penalty？

In most other countries of the world，there is no capital punishment for minors. In the United States though，each state makes its own decision. Of the 36 states that allow the death penalty，30 permit the execution of minors.

In the state of South Carolina，a convicted murderer was given the death penalty for a crime he committed while be was a minor. (25)In 1977，when he was 17 years old，James Terry Roach and two friends cruelly murdered three people.
 Roach's lawyer fought the decision to execute him. The young murderer remained on Death Row for ten years while his lawyer appealed to the governor. The lawyer argued that it is wrong to execute a person for a crime he committed while he was a minor. In the United States，the governor of a state has the power to change a sentence from the death penalty to life in prison. (25)Nonetheless，the governor of South Carolina refused to stop the execution. Roach was finally executed in 1986．

The Perfect Essay


A)Looking back on too many years of education，I can identify one truly impossible teacher. She cared about me，and my intellectual life，even when I didn't. Her expectations were high—impossibly so. She was an English teacher. She was also my mother．

B) When good students turn in an essay，they dream of their instructor returning it to them in exactly the same condition，save for a single word added in the margin of the final page: “Flawless.” This dream came true for me one afternoon in the ninth grade. Of course，I had heard that genius could show itself at an early age，so I was only slightly taken aback that I had achieved perfection at the tender age of 14. Obviously，I did what any professional writer would do; I hurried off to spread the good news. I didn't get very far. The first person I told was my mother．

C) My mother，who is just shy of five feet tall，is normally incredibly soft-spoken，but on the rare occasion when she got angry，she was terrifying. I am not sure if she was more upset by my hubris
 (得意忘形)or by the fact that my English teacher had let my ego get so out of hand. In any event，my mother and her red pen showed me how deeply flawed a flawless essay could be. At the time，I am sure she thought she was teaching me about mechanics，transitions
 (过渡)，structure，style and voice. But what I learned，and what stuck with me through my time teaching writing at Harvard，was a deeper lesson about the nature of creative criticism．

D)First of all，it hurts. Genuine criticism，the type that leaves a lasting mark on you as a writer，also leaves an existential imprint
 (印记)on you as a person. I have heard people say that a writer should never take criticism personally. I say that we should never listen to these people．

E)Criticism，at its best，is deeply personal，and gets to the heart of why we write the way we do. The intimate nature of genuine criticism implies something about who is able to give it，namely，someone who knows you well enough to show you how your mental life is getting in the way of good writing. Conveniently，they are also the people who care enough to see you through this painful realization. For me it took the form of my first，and I hope only，encounter with writer's block—I was not able to produce anything for three years．

F)Franz Kafka once said, “Writing is utter solitude
 (独处)，the descent into the cold abyss
 (深渊)of oneself.” My mother's criticism had shown me that Kafka is right about the cold abyss，and when you make the introspective
 (内省的)descent that writing requires you are not always pleased by what you find. But，in the years that followed，her sustained tutoring suggested that Kafka might be wrong about the solitude. I was lucky enough to find a critic and teacher who was willing to make the journey of writing with me. “It is a thing of no great difficulty，” according to Plutarch，“to raise objections against another man's speech，it is a very easy matter; but to produce a better in its place is a work extremely troublesome.” I am sure I wrote essays in the later years of high school without my mother's guidance，but I can't recall them. What I remember，however，is how she took up the “extremely troublesome” work of ongoing criticism．

G)There are two ways to interpret Plutarch when he suggests that a critic should be able to produce “a better in its place.” In a straightforward sense，he could mean that a critic must be more talented than the artist she critiques
 (评论). My mother was well covered on this count. But perhaps Plutarch is suggesting something slightly different，something a bit closer to Marcus Cicero's claim that one should “criticize by creation，not by finding fault.” Genuine criticism creates a precious opening for an author to become better on his own terms—a process that is often extremely painful，but also almost always meaningful．

H)My mother said she would help me with my writing，but first I had to help myself. For each assignment，I was to write the best essay I could. Real criticism is not meant to find obvious mistakes，so if she found any—the type I could have found on my own—I had to start from scratch. From scratch. Once the essay was “flawless，” she would take an evening to walk me through my errors. That was when true criticism，the type that changed me as a person，began．

I)She criticized me when I included little-known references and professional jargon
 (行话). She had no patience for brilliant but irrelevant figures of speech. “Writers can't bluff
 (虚张声势)their way through ignorance.” That was news to me—I would need to find another way to structure my daily existence．

J)She trimmed back my flowery language，drew lines through my exclamation marks and argued for the value of restraint in expression. “John，” she almost whispered. I leaned in to hear her: “I can't hear you when you shout at me.” So I stopped shouting and bluffing，and slowly my writing improved．

K)Somewhere along the way I set aside my hopes of writing that flawless essay. But perhaps I missed something important in my mother's lessons about creativity and perfection. Perhaps the point of writing the flawless essay was not to give up，but to never willingly finish. Whitman repeatedly reworked Song of Myself
 between 1855 and 1891. Repeatedly. We do our absolute best with a piece of writing，and come as close as we can to the ideal. And，for the time being，we settle. In critique，however，we are forced to depart，to give up the perfection we thought we had achieved for the chance of being even a little bit better. This is the lesson I took from my mother: If perfection were possible，it would not be motivating．

I grew up in Pittsburgh and went to college at Cornell，so I can answer for both. The weather is terrible，particularly in winter，and there's no interesting old city to make up for it，as there is in Boston. Rich people don't want to live in Pittsburgh or Ithaca. So while there're plenty of hackers

Do you really need the rich people？ Wouldn't it work to have the government invest in the nerds？ No，it would not. Startup investors are a distinct type of rich people. And the fact that they have a personal stake in the outcome makes them really pay attention．

The objective of this debating game is not to win but to get to the truth that will allow you to move faster，farther，and better．

Fierce debating can hurt feelings，particularly when strong personalities are involved. Make sure you check in with your opponents so that they are not carrying the emotion of the battles beyond the battlefield. Break the tension with smiles and humor to reinforce the idea that this is friendly discourse and that all are working toward a common goal．

Reward all those involved in the debate sufficiently when the goals are reached. Let your sparring partners

Finding the Right Home—and Contentment，Too

［F］In the initial results，assisted living residents did paint the most positive picture. They were less likely to report symptoms of depression than those in the other facilities，for instance，and less likely to be bored or lonely. They scored higher on social interaction．

［G］But when the researchers plugged in a number of other variables，such differences disappeared. It is not the housing type，they found，that creates differences in residents' responses. “It is the characteristics of the specific environment they are in，combined with their own personal characteristics—how healthy they feel they are，their age and marital status，” Dr. Robison explained. Whether residents felt involved in the decision to move and how long they had lived there also proved significant．

［H］An elderly person who describes herself as in poor health，therefore，might be no less depressed in assisted living （even if her children preferred it） than in a nursing home. A person who had input into where he would move and has had time to adapt to it might do as well in a nursing home as in a small residential care home，other factors' being equal. It is an interaction between the person and the place，not the sort of place in itself，that leads to better or worse experiences. “You can't just say，‘Let's put this person in a residential care home instead of a nursing home—she will be much better off，’” Dr. Robison said. What matters，she added，“is a combination of what people bring in with them，and what they find there.”

［I］Such findings，which run counter to common sense，have surfaced before. In a multi-state study of assisted living，for instance，University of North Carolina researchers found that a host of variables—the facility's type，size or age; whether a chain owned it; how attractive the neighborhood was—had no significant relationship to how the residents fared in terms of illness，mental decline，hospitalizations or mortality. What mattered most was the residents' physical health and mental status. What people were like when they came in had greater consequence than what happened once they were there．

［J］As I was considering all this，a press release from a respected research firm crossed my desk，announcing that the five-star rating system that Medicare developed in 2008 to help families compare nursing home quality also has little relationship to how satisfied its residents or their family members are. As a matter of fact，consumers expressed higher satisfaction with the one-star facilities，the lowest rated，than with the five-star ones. （More on this study and the star ratings will appear in a subsequent post.）

［K］Before we collectively tear our hair out—how are we supposed to find our way in a landscape this confusing？ —here is a thought from Dr. Philip Sloane，a geriatrician
 （老年病学专家） at the University of North Carolina: “In a way，that could be liberating for families.”

［L］Of course，sons and daughters want to visit the facilities，talk to the administrators and residents and other families，and do everything possible to fulfill their duties. But perhaps they don't have to turn themselves into private investigators or Congressional subcommittees. “Families can look a bit more for where the residents are going to be happy，” Dr. Sloane said. And involving the future resident in the process can be very important．

［M］We all have our own ideas about what would bring our parents happiness. They have their ideas，too. A friend recently took her mother to visit an expensive assisted living/nursing home near my town. I have seen this place—it is elegant，inside and out. But nobody greeted the daughter and mother when they arrived，though the visit had been planned; nobody introduced them to the other residents. When they had lunch in the dining room，they sat alone at a table．

［N］The daughter feared her mother would be ignored there，and so she decided to move her into a more welcoming facility. Based on what is emerging from some of this research，that might have been as rational a way as any to reach a decision．

Obviously there are cultural differences，but if you were talking to another person and they came up close in your personal space，you wouldn't think that's the kind of thing a properly brought-up person would do．

It will be possible to create more sophisticated moral machines，if only we can find a way to set out human values as clear rules．

Robots could also learn values from drawing patterns from large sets of data on human behavior. They are dangerous only if programmers are careless．

The biggest concern with robots going against human values is that human beings fail to do sufficient testing and they've produced a system that will break some kind of taboo
 （禁忌）.

One simple check would be to program a robot to check the correct course of action with a human when presented with an unusual situation．

If the robot is unsure whether an animal is suitable for the microwave，it has the opportunity to stop，send out beeps
 （嘟嘟声），and ask for directions from a human. If we humans aren't quite sure about a decision，we go and ask somebody else．

The most difficult step in programming values will be deciding exactly what we believe is moral，and how to create a set of ethical rules. But if we come up with an answer，robots could be good for humanity．

Why do some people live to be older than others？ You know the standard explanations: keeping a moderate diet，engaging in regular exercise，etc. But what effect does your personality have on your longevity
 （长寿）？ Do some kinds of personalities lead to longer lives？ A new study in the Journal of the American Geriatrics Society
 looked at this question by examining the personality characteristics of 246 children of people who had lived to be at least 100．

The study shows that those living the longest are more outgoing，more active and less neurotic
 （神经质的） than other people. Long-living women are also more likely to be sympathetic and cooperative than women with a normal life span. These findings are in agreement with what you would expect from the evolutionary theory: those who like to make friends and help others can gather enough resources to make it through tough times．

Interestingly，however，other characteristics that you might consider advantageous had no impact on whether study participants were likely to live longer. Those who were more self-disciplined，for instance，were no more likely to live to be very old. Also，being open to new ideas had no relationship to long life，which might explain all those bad-tempered old people who are fixed in their ways．

Whether you can successfully change your personality as an adult is the subject of a longstanding psychological debate. But the new paper suggests that if you want long life，you should strive to be as outgoing as possible．

Unfortunately，another recent study shows that your mother's personality may also help determine your longevity. That study looked at nearly 28，000 Norwegian mothers and found that those moms who were more anxious，depressed and angry were more likely to feed their kids unhealthy diets. Patterns of childhood eating can be hard to break when we're adults，which may mean that kids of depressed moms end up dying younger．

Was it because of the growing attraction of the Internet，video games and endless TV channels？ Never disconnecting from work？ （16） No matter how it happened，millions of Americans are putting their health，quality of life and even length of life in danger．


（16） New evidence shows why getting enough sleep is a top priority.
 Some 40% of Americans get less than 7 hours of shut-eye on week nights. “The link between sleep and health，and bad sleep and disease is becoming clearer and clearer.” says Lawrence Alberstein，a sleep expert at Harvard University. For example，（17） sleep duration has declined from some 8 hours in the 1950s to 7 in recent years.
 At the same time，high blood pressure has become an increasing problem. Blood pressure and heart rate are typically at their lowest levels during sleep. （18） People who sleep less tend to have higher blood pressure，heart attack，diabetes，weight gain and other problems．

Could Food Shortages Bring Down Civilization？


A） For many years I have studied global agricultural，population，environmental and economic trends and their interactions. The combined effects of those trends and the political tensions they generate point to the breakdown of governments and societies. Yet I，too，have resisted the idea that food shortages could bring down not only individual governments but also our global civilization．

B) I can no longer ignore that risk. Our continuing failure to deal with the environmental declines that are undermining the world food economy forces me to conclude that such a collapse is possible．

C） As demand for food rises faster than supplies are growing，the resulting food-price inflation puts severe stress on the governments of many countries. Unable to buy grain or grow their own，hungry people take to the streets. Indeed，even before the steep climb in grain prices in 2008，the number of failing states was expanding. If the food situation continues to worsen，entire nations will break down at an ever increasing rate. In the 20th century the main threat to international security was superpower conflict; today it is failing states．

D)States fail when national governments can no longer provide personal security，food security and basic social services such as education and health care. When governments lose their control on power，law and order begin to disintegrate. After a point，countries can become so dangerous that food relief workers are no longer safe and their programs are halted. Failing states are of international concern because they are a source of terrorists，drugs，weapons and refugees
 （难民），threatening political stability everywhere．

E） The surge in world grain prices in 2007 and 2008—and the threat they pose to food security— has a different，more troubling quality than the increases of the past. During the second half of the 20th century，grain prices rose dramatically several times. In 1972，for instance，the Soviets，recognizing their poor harvest early，quietly cornered the world wheat market. As a result，wheat prices elsewhere more than doubled，pulling rice and corn prices up with them. But this and other price shocks were event-driven—drought in the Soviet Union，crop-shrinking heat in the U.S. Corn Belt. And the rises were short-lived: prices typically returned to normal with the next harvest．

F） In contrast，the recent surge in world grain prices is trend-driven，making it unlikely to reverse without a reversal in the trends themselves. On the demand side，those trends include the ongoing addition of more than 70 million people a year，a growing number of people wanting to move up the food chain to consume highly grain-intensive meat products，and the massive diversion
 （转向） of U.S. grain to the production of bio-fuel．

G） As incomes rise among low-income consumers，the potential for further grain consumption is huge. But that potential pales beside the never-ending demand for crop-based fuels. A fourth of this year's U.S. grain harvest will go to fuel cars．

H） What about supply？ The three environmental trends—the shortage of fresh water，the loss of topsoil and the rising temperatures—are making it increasingly hard to expand the world's grain supply fast enough to keep up with demand. Of all those trends，however，the spread of water shortages poses the most immediate threat. The biggest challenge here is irrigation，which consumes 70% of the world's fresh water. Millions of irrigation wells in many countries are now pumping water out of underground sources faster than rainfall can refill them. The result is falling water tables
 （地下水位） in countries with half the world's people，including the three big grain producers—China，India and the U.S．

I） As water tables have fallen and irrigation wells have gone dry，China's wheat crop，the world's largest，has declined by 8% since it peaked at 123 million tons in 1997. But water shortages are even more worrying in India. Millions of irrigation wells have significantly lowered water tables in almost every state．

J） As the world's food security falls to pieces，individual countries acting in their own self-interest are actually worsening the troubles of many. The trend began in 2007，when leading wheat-exporting countries such as Russia and Argentina limited or banned their exports，in hopes of increasing local food supplies and thereby bringing down domestic food prices. Vietnam banned its exports for several months for the same reason. Such moves may eliminate the fears of those living in the exporting countries，but they are creating panic in importing countries that must rely on what is then left for export．

K） In response to those restrictions，grain-importing countries are trying to nail down long-term trade agreements that would lock up future grain supplies. Food-import anxiety is even leading to new efforts by food-importing countries to buy or lease farmland in other countries. In spite of such temporary measures，soaring food prices and spreading hunger in many other countries are beginning to break down the social order．

L） Since the current world food shortage is trend-driven，the environmental trends that cause it must be reversed. We must cut carbon emissions by 80% from their 2006 levels by 2020，stabilize the world's population at eight billion by 2040，completely remove poverty，and restore forests and soils. There is nothing new about the four objectives. Indeed，we have made substantial progress in some parts of the world on at least one of these—the distribution of family-planning services and the associated shift to smaller families．

M） For many in the development community，the four objectives were seen as positive，promoting development as long as they did not cost too much. Others saw them as politically correct and morally appropriate. Now a third and far more significant motivation presents itself: meeting these goals may be necessary to prevent the collapse of our civilization. Yet the cost we project for saving civilization would amount to less than $200 billion a year，1/6 of current global military spending. In effect，our plan is the new security budget．

Declining mental function is often seen as a problem of old age，but certain aspects of brain function actually begin their decline in young adulthood，a new study suggests．

The study，which followed more than 2，000 healthy adults between the ages of 18 and 60，found that certain mental functions—including measures of abstract reasoning，mental speed and puzzle-solving—started to dull as early as age 27．

Dips in memory，meanwhile，generally became apparent around age 37．

On the other hand，indicators of a person's accumulated knowledge—like performance on tests of vocabulary and general knowledge—kept improving with age，according to findings published in the journal Neurobiology of Aging
 ．

The results do not mean that young adults need to start worrying about their memories. Most people's minds function at a high level even in their later years，according to researcher Timothy Salthouse．

“These patterns suggest that some types of mental flexibility decrease relatively early in adulthood，but that the amount of knowledge one has，and the effectiveness of integrating it with one's abilities，may increase throughout all of adulthood if there are no diseases，” Salthouse said in a news release．

The study included healthy，educated adults who took standard tests of memory，reasoning and perception at the outset and at some point over the next seven years．

The tests are designed to detect subtle
 （细微的） changes in mental function，and involve solving puzzles，recalling words and details from stories，and identifying patterns in collections of letters and symbols．

In general，Salthouse and his colleagues found，certain aspects of cognition
 （认知能力） generally started to decline in the late 20s to 30s．

The findings shed light on normal age-related changes in mental function，which could aid in understanding the process of dementia
 （痴呆），according to the researchers.“By following individuals over time，” Salthouse said，“we gain insight in cognition changes，and may possibly discover ways to slow the rate of decline.”

The researchers are currently analyzing the study participants' health and lifestyle to see which factors might influence age-related cognitive changes．

The most important thing in the news last week was the rising discussion in Nashville about the educational needs of children. The shorthand
 （简写） educators use for this is “pre-K”— meaning instruction before kindergarten—and the big idea is to prepare 4-year-olds and even younger kids to be ready to succeed on their K-12 journey．

But it gets complicated. The concept has multiple forms，and scholars and policymakers argue about the shape，scope and cost of the ideal program．

The federal Head Start program，launched 50 years ago，has served more than 30 million children. It was based on concepts developed at Vanderbilt University's Peabody College by Susan Gray，the legendary pioneer in early childhood education research．

A new Peabody study of the Tennessee Voluntary Pre-K program reports that pre-K works，but the gains are not sustained through the third grade. It seems to me this highlights quality issues in elementary schools more than pre-K，and indicates longer-term success must connect pre-K with all the other issues related to educating a child．

Pre-K is controversial. Some critics say it is a luxury and shouldn't be free to families able to pay. Pre-K advocates insist it is proven and will succeed if integrated with the rest of the child's schooling. I lean toward the latter view．

This is，in any case，the right conversation to be having now as Mayor Megan Barry takes office. She was the first candidate to speak out for strong pre-K programming. The important thing is for all of us to keep in mind the real goal and the longer，bigger picture．

The weight of the evidence is on the side of pre-K that early intervention
 （干预） works. What government has not yet found is the political will to put that understanding into full practice with a sequence of smart schooling that provides the early foundation．

For this purpose，our schools need both the talent and the organization to educate each child who arrives at the schoolhouse door. Some show up ready，but many do not at this critical time when young brains are developing rapidly．

粮食短缺会导致文明的坍塌吗？


A）多年来，我一直在研究全球农业、人口、环境与经济的发展趋势及其之间的关系。那些趋势产生的合力以及造成的政治紧张，直接导致了政府和社会的崩塌。不过我之前一直不认为粮食短缺会导致某国政府垮台，甚至全球文明坍塌。

B）但现在我却不能不忽视其危险。（40）环境越来越恶化，随之损害了国际粮食经济，而我们一直没有什么好的解决办法，这让我感觉到这种坍塌是很有可能的。


C）我们对粮食的需求增速超过了粮食量产的增速，导致的粮食价格出现通货膨胀，很多国家政府因此压力剧增。既种不出作物，又买不到粮食，饥肠辘辘的人们因此走上了街头。事实上，在2008年国际粮食价格暴涨之前，因为粮食问题而垮台的国家就已经呈上升趋势了。（38）如果粮食状况继续恶化，垮台的国家还会越来越多。20世纪威胁全球安全的是超级大国之间的冲突；现在则是垮台的国家。


D）当政府不能提供人身安全、食品安全以及教育、医疗等基础社会保障时，国家就要垮台。当政府失去对权力的控制，法律和秩序也就不存在了。一旦过了某一个临界点，粮食救济组织的员工继续留在这个国家就不再安全，他们的救援项目也就必须要停止。垮台的国家会引起全球的关注，因为他们是恐怖主义、毒品和武器走私的源头，随之还带来了大量的难民，这些都威胁着全球政治的稳定。

E）2007到2008年的粮食价格上扬——及其对粮食安全造成的威胁——与以前的价格上扬相比，性质截然不同，也更令人担忧。20世纪后半叶，粮食价格有几次明显上涨。比如1972年，当时的苏联人意识到他们的收成不好，就悄无声息地抬高了国际小麦价格。结果是，当小麦价格翻了一番以后，水稻和玉米的价格也随之上涨了。但那次以及其他几次价格冲击是由具体事件导致的——前苏联的干旱、美国玉米带暴热导致的歉收。而且那几次价格上涨持续时间都很短：第二年丰收后，价格就回归正常了。

I）中国是全球小麦产量最多的国家，但当地下水位下降，灌溉井干涸之后，其产量从1997年最高的1亿2300万吨下降了8%。印度的缺水问题更加严重。几乎每个省的灌溉井都存在地下水位下降的问题。

J）（43）当全球食品安全即将崩溃之时，个别国家出于自身利益的作为更使其他国家深陷麻烦之中。这一趋势始于2007年，当时阿根廷、俄罗斯等小麦主要出口国限制或禁止了本国小麦出口，旨在保证国内市场需求，从而降低国内相关食品价格。
 出于同样的考虑，越南也施行了数月的小麦禁出口政策。这些举措有助于缓解出口国民众的恐慌，而对于依赖进口的国家来说，它却引起了一阵骚乱。

K）为了对应这样的限制政策，谷物进口国尝试着签下长期合约，以确保未来的粮食供给。粮食进口恐慌甚至促使一些国家采取新措施，购买或租用他国的农田。尽管有这些权宜之计，（37）但一些国家持续走高的食品价格及逐渐蔓延的饥荒已经开始慢慢摧毁其社会秩序。

When Work Becomes a Game


［A］What motivates employees to do their jobs well？ Competition with coworkers，for some. The promise of rewards，for others. Pure enjoyment of problem-solving，for a lucky few．

［B］Increasingly，companies are tapping into these desires directly through what has come to be known as“gamification”: essentially，turning work into a game.“Gamification is about understanding what it is that makes games engaging and what game designers do to create a great experience in games，and taking those learnings and applying them to other contexts such as the workplace and education，” explains Kevin Werbach，a gamification expert who teaches at the Wharton School of Business at the University of Pennsylvania in the United States．

［C］It might mean monitoring employee productivity on a digital leaderboard and offering prizes to the winners，or giving employees digital badges or stars for completing certain activities. It could also mean training employees how to do their jobs through video game platforms. Companies from Google to L'Oreal to IBM to Wells Fargo are known to use some degree of gamification in their workplaces. And more and more companies are joining them. A recent report suggests that the global gamification market will grow from $1.65 billion in 2015 to $11.1 billion by 2020．

［D］The concept of gamification is not entirely new，Werbach says. Companies，marketers and teachers have long looked for fun ways to engage people's reward-seeking or competitive spirits. Cracker Jacks has been“gamifying” its snack food by putting a small prize inside for more than 100 years，he adds，and the turn-of-the-century steel magnate
 （巨头）Charles Schwab is said to have often come into his factory and written the number of tons of steel produced on the past shift on the factory floor，thus motivating the next shift of workers to beat the previous one．

［E］But the word“gamification” and the widespread，conscious application of the concept only began in earnest about five years ago，Werbach says. Thanks in part to video games，the generation now entering the workforce is especially open to the idea of having their work gamified.“We are at a point where in much of the developed world the vast majority of young people grew up playing video games，and an increasingly high percentage of adults play these video games too，” Werbach says．

［F］A number of companies have sprung up—GamEffective，Bunchball and Badgeville，to name a few in recent years offering gamification platforms for businesses. The platforms that are most effective turn employees' ordinary job tasks into part of a rich adventure narrative.“What makes a game game-like is that the player actually cares about the outcome，” Werbach says.“The principle is about understanding what is motivating to this group of players，which requires some understanding of psychology.”

［G］Some people，Werbach says，are motivated by competition. Sales people often fall into this category. For them，the right kind of gamification might be turning their sales pitches into a competition with other team members，complete with a digital leaderboard showing who is winning at all times. Others are more motivated by collaboration and social experiences. One company Werbach has studied uses gamification to create a sense of community and boost employees' morale
 （士气）. When employees log in to their computers，they're shown a picture of one of their coworkers and asked to guess that person's name．

［H］Gamification does not have to be digital. Monica Cornetti runs a company that gamifies employee trainings. Sometimes this involves technology，but often it does not. She recently designed a gamification strategy for a sales training company with a storm-chasing theme. Employees formed“storm chaser teams” and competed in storm-themed educational exercises to earn various rewards.“Rewards do not have to be stuff，” Cornetti says.“Rewards can be flexible working hours.” Another training，this one for pay roll law，used a Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs theme.“Snow White” is available for everyone to use，but the“dwarfs” are still under copyright，so Cornetti invented sound-alike characters（Grumpy Gus，Dopey Dan）to illustrate specific pay roll law principles．

［I］Some people do not take naturally to gamified work environments，Cornetti says. In her experience，people in positions of power or people in finance or engineering do not tend to like the sound of the word.“If we are designing for engineers，I'm not talking about a ‘game at all，” Cornetti says.“I'm talking about a ‘simulation
 （模拟），I'm talking about ‘being able to solve this problem.’”

［J］Gamification is“not a magic bullet，” Werbach warns. A gamification strategy that is not sufficiently thought through or well tailored to its players may engage people for a little while，but it will not motivate people in the long term. It can also be exploitative，especially when used with vulnerable populations. For workers，especially low-paid workers，who desperately need their jobs yet know they can be easily replaced，gamification may feel more like the Hunger Games. Werbach gives the example of several Disneyland hotels in Anaheim，California，which used large digital leaderboards to display how efficiently laundry workers were working compared to one another. Some employees found the board motivating. To others，it was the opposite of fun. Some began to stop taking bathroom breaks，worried that if their productivity fell they would be fired. Pregnant employees struggled to keep up. In a Los Angeles Times
 article，one employee referred to the board as a“digital whip.”“It actually had a very negative effect on morale and performance，” Werbach says．

［K］Still，gamification only stands to become more popular，he says，“as more and more people come into the workforce who are familiar with the structures and expressions of digital games.”“We are far from reaching the peak，” Cornetti agrees.“There is no reason this will go away.”

It seems higher education has become an industry of meeting-holders whose task it is to“solve” problems—real or imagined. And in my position as a professor at three different colleges，the actual problems in educating our young people and older students have deepened，while the number of people hired—not to teach but to hold meetings—has increased significantly. Every new problem creates a new job for an administrative fixer. Take our Center for Teaching Excellence. Contrary to its title，the center is a clearing house
 （信息交流中心）for using technology in classrooms and in online courses. It's an administrative sham
 （欺诈）of the kind that has multiplied over the last 30 years．

I offer a simple proposition in response: Many of our problem—class attendance，educational success，student happiness and well-being—might be improved by cutting down the bureaucratic
 （官僚的）mechanisms and meetings and instead hiring an army of good teachers. If we replaced half of our administrative staff with classroom teachers，we might actually get a majority of our classes back to 20 or fewer students per teacher. This would be an environment in which teachers and students actually knew each other．

The teachers must be free to teach in their own way—the curriculum should be flexible enough so that they can use their individual talents to achieve the goals of the course. Additionally，they should be allowed to teach，and be rewarded for doing it well. Teachers are not people who are great at and consumed by research and happen to appear in a classroom. Good teaching and research are not exclusive，but they are also not automatic companions. Teaching is an art and a craft，talent and practice; it is not something that just anyone can be good at. It is utterly confusing to me that people do not recognize this，despite the fact that pretty much anyone who has been a student can tell the difference between their best and worst teachers．

The secret to eating less and being happy about it may have been cracked years ago—by McDonald's. According to a new study from Cornell University's Food and Brand Lab，small non-food rewards—like the toys in McDonald's Happy Meals—stimulate the same reward centers in the brain as food does．

The researchers，led by Martin Reimann，carried out a series of experiments to see if people would choose a smaller meal if it was paired with a non-food item．

They found that the majority of both kids and adults opted for a half-sized portion when combined with a prize. Both options were priced the same．

Even more interesting is that the promise of a future reward was enough to make adults choose the smaller portion. One of the prizes used was a lottery ticket
 （彩票），with a $10，$50 or $100 payout，and this was as effective as a tangible gift in persuading people to eat less．

“The fact that participants were willing to substitute part of a food item for the mere prospect of a relatively small monetary award is interesting，” says Reimann．

He theorizes that it is the emotional component of these intangible prizes that make them effective. In fact，vaguely-stated possibilities of winning a prize were more effective than options with hard odds included．

“One explanation for this finding is that possible awards may be more emotionally provoking than certainty awards，” says Reimann.“The uncertainty of winning provides added attraction and desirability through emotional ‘thrills.’ The possibility of receiving an award also produces a state of hope—a state that is in itself psychologically rewarding.” In other words，there's a reason why people like to gamble．

How might this knowledge be used to help people eat more healthily？

One possibility is a healthy option that offers the chance to win a spa
 （温泉疗养）weekend. Or maybe the reward of a half-sized portion could be a half-sized dessert to be claimed only on a future date. That would get you back in the restaurant—and make you eat a little less．

在起诉动物角斗犯罪者方面已经取得了一些进步。但是联邦法官们往往都过于依照《美国判刑准则》来量刑，并且在动物角斗案件方面，这些准则都已经过时并且极为不充分。

美国量刑委员会是制定判刑准则的机构，目前正在重新讨论这些准则，提议将最轻刑罚从6至12个月提高到21至27个月。这是在正确的方向上迈出的一步，但是我们仍然希望看到美国量刑委员会进一步修改这些准则。

除该努力外，我们还与动物保护者和州及联邦的立法者一起在全国范围内改良反虐待法案，以及支持旨在帮助那些不堪重负的照顾动物角斗犯罪中的受害动物的收容所的法律和政策。这种帮助极其重要，因为照料动物受害者的高昂费用是阻碍人们第一时间参与帮助残忍行为受害者的一个主要因素。

［B］（42）越来越多的公司正在直接通过所谓的“游戏化”逐步实现快乐工作的目标，“游戏化”本质上是把工作变成一种游戏。“游戏化就是了解游戏如何让人着迷以及游戏设计者如何创造这种快乐体验，并把这些学问运用到其他活动中，如工作和教育，”在美国宾夕法尼亚大学沃顿商学院任教的游戏化专家凯文·韦巴赫解释道。

The Secret to Raising Smart Kids


［A］I first began to investigate the basis of human motivation and how people persevere after setbacks—as a psychology graduate student at Yale University in the 1960s. Animal experiments by psychologists at the University of Pennsylvania had shown that after repeated failures，most animals conclude that a situation is hopeless and beyond their control. After such an experience an animal often remains passive even when it can effect change—a state they called learned helplessness．

［B］People can learn to be helpless，too. Why do some students give up when they encounter difficulty，whereas others who are no more skilled continue to strive and learn？ One answer，I soon discovered，lay in people's beliefs about why they had failed．

［C］In particular，attributing poor performance to a lack of ability depresses motivation more than does the belief that lack of effort is to blame. When I told a group of school children who displayed helpless behavior that a lack of effort led to their mistakes in math，they learned to keep trying when the problems got tough. Another group of helpless children who were simply rewarded for their success on easier problems did not improve their ability to solve hard math problems. These experiments indicated that a focus on effort can help resolve helplessness and generate success．

［D］Later，I developed a broader theory of what separates the two general classes of learners—helpless versus mastery-oriented. I realized these different types of students not only explain their failures differently，but they also hold different“theories” of intelligence. The helpless ones believe intelligence is a fixed characteristic: you have only a certain amount，and that's that. I call this a“fixed mind-set
 （思维模式）.” Mistakes crack their self-confidence because they attribute errors to a lack of ability，which they feel powerless to change. They avoid challenges because challenges make mistakes more likely. The mastery-oriented children，on the other hand，think intelligence is not fixed and can be developed through education and hard work. Such children believe challenges are energizing rather than intimidating
 （令人生畏的）; they offer opportunities to learn. Students with such a growth mind-set were destined
 （注定）for greater academic success and were quite likely to outperform their counterparts．

［E］We validated these expectations in a study in which two other psychologists and I monitored 373 students for two years during the transition to junior high school，when the work gets more difficult and the grading more strict，to determine how their mind-sets might affect their math grades. At the beginning of seventh grade，we assessed the students' mind-sets by asking them to agree or disagree with statements such as“Your intelligence is something very basic about you that you can't really change.” We then assessed their beliefs about other aspects of learning and looked to see what happened to their grades．

［F］As predicted，the students with a growth mind-set felt that learning was a more important goal than getting good grades. In addition，they held hard work in high regard. They understood that even geniuses have to work hard. Confronted by a setback such as a disappointing test grade，students with a growth mind-set said they would study harder or try a different strategy. The students who held a fixed mind-set，however，were concerned about looking smart with less regard for learning. They had negative views of effort，believing that having to work hard was a sign of low ability. They thought that a person with talent or intelligence did not need to work hard to do well. Attributing a bad grade to their own lack of ability，those with a fixed mind-set said that they would study less in the future，try never to take that subject again and consider cheating on future tests．

［G］Such different outlooks had a dramatic impact on performance. At the start of junior high，the math achievement test scores of the students with a growth mind-set were comparable to those of students who displayed a fixed mind-set. But as the work became more difficult，the students with a growth mind-set showed greater persistence. As a result，their math grades overtook those of the other students by the end of the first semester—and the gap between the two groups continued to widen during the two years we followed them．

［H］A fixed mind-set can also hinder communication and progress in the workplace and discourage or ignore constructive criticism and advice. Research shows that managers who have a fixed mind-set are less likely to seek or welcome feedback from their employees than are managers with a growth mind-set．

［I］How do we transmit a growth mind-set to our children？ One way is by telling stories about achievements that result from hard work. For instance，talking about mathematical geniuses who were more or less born that way puts students in a fixed mind-set，but descriptions of great mathematicians who fell in love with math and developed amazing skills produce a growth mind-set．

［J］In addition，parents and teachers can help children by providing explicit instruction regarding the mind as a learning machine. I designed an eight-session workshop for 91 students whose math grades were declining in their first year of junior high. Forty-eight of the students received instruction in study skills only，whereas the others attended a combination of study skills sessions and classes in which they learned about the growth mind-set and how to apply it to schoolwork. In the growth mind-set classes，students read and discussed an article entitled“You Can Grow Your Brain.” They were taught that the brain is like a muscle that gets stronger with use and that learning prompts the brain to grow new connections. From such instruction，many students began to see themselves as agents of their own brain development. Despite being unaware that there were two types of instruction，teachers reported significant motivational changes in 27% of the children in the growth mind-set workshop as compared with only 9% of students in the control group．

［K］Research is converging

The food industry has，in general，been firmly opposed to such direct government action. Nonetheless，the renewed focus on waistlines means that industry groups are under pressure to demonstrate their products are healthy as well as tasty．

Over the past three decades，the industry has made some efforts to improve the quality of its offerings. For example，some drink manufacturers have cut the amount of sugar in their beverages．

Many of the reductions over the past 30 years have been achieved either by reducing the amount of sugar，salt or fat in a product，or by finding an alternative ingredient. More recently，however，some companies have been investing money in a more ambitious undertaking: learning how to adjust the fundamental make-up of the food they sell. For example，having salt on the outside，but none on the inside，reduces the salt content without changing the taste．

While reformulating recipes
 （配方）is one way to improve public health，it should be part of a multi-sided approach. The key is to remember that there is not just one solution. To deal with obesity，a mixture of approaches—including reformulation，taxation and adjusting portion sizes—will be needed. There is no silver bullet．

You may have heard some of the fashion industry horror stories: models eating tissues or cotton balls to hold off hunger，and models collapsing from hunger-induced heart attacks just seconds after they step off the runway．

Excessively skinny models have been a point of controversy for decades，and two researchers say a model's body mass should be a workplace health and safety issue. In an editorial released Monday in the American Journal of Public Health
 ，Katherine Record and Bryn Austin made their case for government regulation of the fashion industry．

The average international runway model has a body mass index（BMI）under 16—low enough to indicate starvation by the World Health Organization's standard. And Record and Austin are worried not just about the models themselves，but about the vast number of girls and women their images influence．

“Especially girls and teens，”says Record.“Seventy percent of girls aged 10 to 18 report that they define perfect body image based on what they see in magazines.” That's especially worrying，she says，given that anorexia
 （厌食症）results in more deaths than does any other mental illness，according to the National Institute of Mental Health．

It's commonly known that certain diseases are linked with occupations like lung disease in coal miners. Professional fashion models are particularly vulnerable to eating disorders resulting from occupational demands to maintain extreme thinness．

Record's suggestion is to prohibit agents from hiring models with a BMI below 18．

In April，France passed a law setting lower limits for a model's weight. Agents and fashion houses who hire models with a BMI under 18 could pay $82，000 in fines and spend up to 6 months in jail. Regulating the fashion industry in the United States won't be easy，Record says. But with the new rules in France，U.S. support could make a difference.“A designer can't survive without participating in Paris Fashion Week”，she says，adding，“Our argument is that the same would be true of New York Fashion Week.”

海洋正在升温。这是一项新研究得出的结论。该研究发现，现在地球上海洋吸收热量的速度是18年前吸收热量速度的两倍。研究者在《自然气候变化》的在线报告中指出，自1865年以来，海洋所吸收的热量中大约有一半发生在1997年之后。

众所周知，温暖的水域造成了珊瑚白化，而且相比较冷的水域，温暖的水域占据的空间更大，从而使海平面上升。尽管海洋表面得到了充分的研究，但是海洋深处更难探索。为了更好地了解从海洋表面到海底的热量吸收情况，研究者们收集了150年的海洋温度数据。他们把从英国海军舰队19世纪的一次航行到现代自动化的海洋探测仪测量到的海洋温度读数收集到一起。广泛的数据来源结合计算机模拟创造了一条海洋温度变化的时间线，这包括火山爆发后的冷却和化石燃料排放物导致的升温。

研究者们发现，在工业时期，海洋吸收的大约35%的热量现在停留在其700多米深的地方。他们说他们并不确定深海变暖是否抵消了海洋表面变暖。

本文介绍了两大类学习者：无助型和进取型，并通过跟踪调查发现两种思维模式对孩子学习和人生的影响。



培养聪明孩子的秘诀


［A］20世纪60年代，当我是耶鲁大学心理学研究生的时候，我第一次开始研究人类动机的基础（以及人们在受挫后如何做到坚持不懈）。（42）宾夕法尼亚大学的心理学家们做的动物实验表明，大多数动物遭遇多次失败之后，会得出这样的结论：某种情况没有希望好转，它们无法掌控。
 一旦动物有了这样一次经历后，即使当它能够引起改变时，它也通常会依然消极——心理学家们把这种状态称为习得性无助。

［B］人类也会出现习得性无助。（39）为什么一些学生在遇到困难时就放弃，而其他没有更多技能的学生却能继续奋斗和学习？我很快就发现，答案在于人们对自己为什么失败的看法。


［C］具体来说，与归咎于缺乏努力的观点相比，把糟糕的表现归因于能力的缺乏对动机的打击更大。当我告诉一组有无助行为表现的学生是缺乏努力导致他们数学题上的错误时，他们在遇到难题时就学会了不断地尝试。而另外一组因做对了简单题目就获得奖励的有无助行为表现的学生，他们解决数学难题的能力并没有提高。（37）这些实验表明对努力的专注有助于解决无助行为，从而成功。


［D］之后，我提出了一个更广泛的理论来区分两大类学习者——无助型与进取型。
 （44）我意识到，这两个类型的学生不仅对失败的解释不同，对智力也持有不同的“理论”。无助型的人认为，智力具有固定不变的特点：你只有那么多，就那样。我把这种类型叫作“固定思维模式”。
 错误击垮他们的自信，因为他们把错误归因于能力的缺乏，这一点他们感觉无力改变。他们躲避挑战是因为挑战更可能犯错。相反，进取型的孩子认为，智力并不是一成不变的，而是可以通过教育和努力学习得到提高的。这样的孩子相信，挑战能使人增加活力而不是令人生畏；它们给人提供了学习的机会。具有这样的成长思维模式的学生注定会取得更大的学业成就，也很可能比同龄人表现得更好。

［E］（41）在我和另外两位心理学家做的一项研究中，我们证实了这些预期。我们对处于初中过渡期的373名学生进行了为期两年的跟踪调查，以此来确定思维模式会怎样影响他们的数学成绩。在此期间，学生的作业变得更难，评分也更严格。
 在七年级开始时，我们对学生的思维模式进行评估，方法是问他们同意还是不同意这些说法，比如“你的智力是你不能改变的非常基本的东西”。然后我们评估他们对学习其他方面的看法，注意观察他们的成绩有什么变化。

［F］正如我们预测的那样，具有成长思维模式的学生认为，比起得到好的分数，学习本身是更重要的目标。此外，他们非常看重努力学习。他们知道即使是天才也需要努力学习。面对挫折，比如令人失望的考试成绩时，具有成长思维模式的学生说，他们会更加努力地学习或者尝试不同的学习策略。然而，具有固定思维模式的学生却更关心看起来是否聪明，而很少重视学习过程本身。（36）他们对努力持消极看法，认为不得不努力学习是低能的标志。
 他们认为，一个有天赋和智慧的人不需要努力就能把事情做好。由于把糟糕的成绩归因于自己缺乏能力，那些具有固定思维模式的人说他们将来会学得更少，想要永远不再修这门课程并且考虑在将来的考试中作弊。

［G］这样两种不同的看法对学习表现有着巨大的影响。在初中开始的时候，具有成长思维模式的学生数学考试得到的分数与具有固定思维模式学生的分数相当。（40）但是随着功课变得更难，具有成长思维模式的学生表现出更强大的毅力。
 结果他们的数学成绩在第一学期结束的时候超过了其他学生———并且两组之间的差距在我们跟踪调查的两年内持续扩大。

［H］（45）固定思维模式也会阻碍工作中的沟通和进步，影响或忽视建设性批评和建议。研究表明，具有固定思维模式的经理，比起具有成长思维模式的经理，不太可能寻求或欢迎自己员工的反馈。


［I］（38）我们怎样才能把成长思维模式传递给我们的孩子呢？一种方式是讲述努力工作取得成就的故事。例如：谈论数学天才差不多生来就这样，会使学生形成固定思维模式，但是描述伟大的数学家如何爱上数学并开发出了惊人的技能，则会产生成长思维模式。


［J］（43）此外，家长和老师还可以提供“大脑是一台学习机器”的明确指导来帮助孩子。
 我为91名数学成绩下滑的七年级学生设计了一个八阶段实验班。其中，48名学生只获得了学习技能方面的指导，其他人则既参加了学习技能课程，又参加了学习成长思维模式以及如何将其应用于学业中的课程。在成长思维模式课程中，学生阅读和讨论了一篇题为《你可以使你的大脑成长》的文章。课程教授他们，大脑就像肌肉，越用越强壮；而且学习能刺激大脑长出新的连接。接受了这样的指导，许多学生开始把自己看作自己的大脑成长的动因。尽管不知道存在两种指导方式，老师们报告说，在成长思维模式小组中，27%的孩子学习动机出现了明显变化，相比之下，控制组中此类学生的比例只有9%。

（46）经济学家亚当·斯密曾写道：“糖、酒和烟这些商品在任何地方都不是生活必需品，却成为几乎全世界人们的消费品，因此也成为征税的绝佳对象。”


两个半世纪以来，大多数国家对酒和烟征收某种税。（47）随着激增的肥胖水平给公共健康系统带来越来越大的压力，世界各地的政府开始稍微考虑也征收糖税的想法。


这类税收能否奏效值得商榷。对墨西哥税收的初步审视可以看出，被征税饮品的购买量下降，而未征税的更健康的饮品的销售有所上涨。（48）对比之下，丹麦的一项高脂肪食品税执行一年后被废除了，消费者为避免纳税跨境去德国购买，以满足他们对更便宜、更高脂肪含量食品的渴望。


通常而言，食品行业坚决反对这样的直接政府行为。然而，对腰围的重新关注意味着食品公司正承受着证明它们的产品既健康又美味的压力。

在过去三十年间，食品行业对提高产品的质量做出了一些努力。例如：一些饮品制造商减少了饮料中糖的含量。

过去三十年，很多减量要么通过减少产品中糖、盐或脂肪的含量来实现，要么找替代成分来实现。（49）但是近年来，一些公司在一个更具野心的项目上投资：学习如何调整他们售卖产品的基本组成。
 例如：外层有盐而内里无盐，减少了盐的含量而不改变口味。

尽管重新设计配方是改善公共健康的一种方式，它应该成为多方面举措的一部分。（50）关键是牢记并不是只有一种解决方案。为了应对肥胖，需要多种解决方案，包括重新设计配方、征税和调整各成分含量。万能药是不存在的。

Can Burglars Jam Your Wireless Security System？


［A］Any product that promises to protect your home deserves careful examination. So it isn't surprising that you'll find plenty of strong opinions about the potential vulnerabilities of popular home-security systems．

［B］The most likely type of burglary
 （入室盗窃）by far is the unsophisticated crime of opportunity，usually involving a broken window or some forced entry. According to the FBI，crimes like these accounted for roughly two-thirds of all household burglaries in the US in 2013. The wide majority of the rest were illegal，unforced entries that resulted from something like a window being left open. The odds of a criminal using technical means to bypass a security system are so small that the FBI doesn't even track those statistics．

［C］One of the main theoretical home-security concerns is whether or not a given system is vulnerable to being blocked from working altogether. With wired setups，the fear is that a burglar
 （入室盗窃）might be able to shut your system down simply by cutting the right cable. With a wireless setup，you stick battery-powered sensors up around your home that keep an eye on windows，doors，motion，and more. If they detect something wrong while the system is armed，they'll transmit a wireless alert signal to a base station that will then raise the alarm. That approach will eliminate most cord-cutting concerns—but what about their wireless equivalent，jamming？ With the right device tuned to the right frequency，what's to stop a thief from jamming your setup and blocking that alert signal from ever reaching the base station？

［D］Jamming concerns are nothing new，and they're not unique to security systems. Any device that's built to receive a wireless signal at a specific frequency can be overwhelmed by a stronger signal coming in on the same frequency. For comparison，let's say you wanted to“jam” a conversation between two people—all you'd need to do is yell in the listener's ear．

［E］Security devices are required to list the frequencies they broadcast on—that means that a potential thief can find what they need to know with minimal Googling. They will，however，need to know what system they're looking for. If you have a sign in your yard declaring what setup you use，that'd point them in the right direction，though at that point，we're talking about a highly targeted，semi. sophisticated attack，and not the sort of forced-entry attack that makes up the majority of burglaries. It's easier to find and acquire jamming equipment for some frequencies than it is for others．

［F］Wireless security providers will often take steps to help combat the threat of jamming attacks. SimpliSafe，winner of our Editors' Choice distinction，utilizes a special system that's capable of separating incidental RF interference from targeted jamming attacks. When the system thinks it's being jammed，it'll notify you via push alert
 （推送警报）. From there，it's up to you to sound the alarm manually．

［G］SimpliSafe was singled out in one recent article on jamming，complete with a video showing the entire system being effectively bypassed with handheld jamming equipment. After taking appropriate measures to contain the RF interference to our test lab，we tested the attack out for ourselves，and were able to verify that it's possible with the right equipment. However，we also verified that SimpliSafe's anti-jamming system works. It caught us in the act，sent an alert to my smartphone，and also listed our RF interference on the system's event log. The team behind the article and video in question make no mention of the system，or whether or not it detected them．

［H］We like the unique nature of that software. It means that a thief likely wouldn't be able to Google how the system works，then figure out a way around it. Even if they could，SimpliSafe claims that its system is always evolving，and that it varies slightly from system to system，which means there wouldn't be a universal magic formula for cracking it. Other systems also seem confident on the subject of jamming. The team at Frontpoint addresses the issue in a blog on its site，citing their own jam protection software and claiming that there aren't any documented cases of a successful jam attack since the company began offering wireless security sensors in the 1980s．

［I］Jamming attacks are absolutely possible. As said before，with the right equipment and the right know-how，it's possible to jam any wireless transmission. But how probable is it that someone will successfully jam their way into your home and steal your stuff？

［J］Let's imagine that you live in a small home with a wireless security setup that offers a functional anti-jamming system. First，a thief is going to need to target your home，specifically. Then，he's going to need to know the technical details of your system and acquire the specific equipment necessary for jamming your specific setup. Presumably，you keep your doors locked at night and while you're away，so the thief will still need to break in. That means defeating the lock somehow，or breaking a window. He'll need to be jamming you at this point，as a broken window or opened door would normally release the alarm. So，too，would the motion detectors in your home，so the thief will need to continue jamming once he's inside and searching for things to steal. However，he'll need to do so without tripping the anti-jamming system，the details of which he almost certainly does not have access to．

［K］At the end of the day，these kinds of systems are primarily designed to protect against the sort of opportunistic smash-and-grab attack that makes up the majority of burglaries. They're also only a single layer in what should ideally be a many-sided approach to securing your home，one that includes common sense things like sound locks and proper exterior lighting at night. No system is impenetrable，and none can promise to eliminate the worst case completely. Every one of them has vulnerabilities that a knowledgeable thief could theoretically exploit. A good system is one that keeps that worst-case setting as improbable as possible while also offering strong protection in the event of a less-extraordinary attack．

In the past，falling oil prices have given a boost to the world economy，but recent forecasts for global growth have been toned down，even as oil prices sink lower and lower. Does that mean the link between lower oil prices and growth has weakened？

Some experts say there are still good reasons to believe cheap oil should heat up the world economy. Consumers have more money in their pockets when they're paying less at the pump. They spend that money on other things，which stimulates the economy．

The biggest gains go to countries that import most of their oil like China，Japan，and India. But doesn't the extra money in the pockets of those countries' consumers mean an equal loss in oil-producing countries，cancelling out the gains？ Not necessarily，say economic researcher Sara Johnson.“Many oil producers built up huge reserve funds when prices were high，so when prices fall they will draw on their reserves to support government spending and subsidies
 （补贴）for their consumers.”

But not all oil producers have big reserves. In Venezuela，collapsing oil prices have sent its economy into free-fall．

Economist Carl Weinberg believes the negative effects of plunging oil prices are overwhelming the positive effects of cheaper oil. The implication is a sharp decline in global trade，which has plunged partly because oil-producing nations can't afford to import as much as they used to.

Sara Johnson acknowledges that the global economic benefit from a fall in oil prices today is likely lower than it was in the past. One reason is that more countries are big oil producers now，so the nations suffering from the price drop account for a larger share of the global economy．

Consumers，in the U.S. at least，are acting cautiously with the savings they're getting at the gas pump，as the memory of the recent great recession is still fresh in their mind. And a number of oil-producing countries are trimming their gasoline subsidies and raising taxes，so the net savings for global consumers is not as big as the oil price plunge might suggest．

很长时间以来，许多男性和女性都相信存在“男性”大脑和“女性”大脑的观点，他们相信这正好解释了两性之间存在的所有差异。一项新研究对这一观点提出了质疑，质疑大脑是否真的可以根据性别而区分。

在这项研究中，特拉维夫大学的研究者们在整个人类大脑中寻找性别方面的区别。

那么他们发现了什么？并不是很多。研究并没有提供能够把大脑分类为“男性”或“女性”的证据，研究却揭示出大脑的情况分布在一个很宽泛的范围里，而大部分人的大脑都处于正中间的状态。

领导此项研究的戴弗娜·乔尔说，她的研究发现，虽然有一些基于性别的相似之处，但很多不同种类的大脑都无法根据性别而区分。

虽然“普通的”男性大脑和“普通的”女性大脑会略微不同，但通过观看个别的大脑扫描图，你没法分辨出来。只有极少比例的人有着“完全男性”或“完全女性”的特点。

美国神经科学家拉里·卡希尔说，此项研究对于那些质疑性别和大脑功能的传统理念的研究是一个很重要的补充。但是他提醒，不要从这个研究中得出不管性别如何所有大脑都相同的结论。

他告诉《西雅图时报》说：“有无数的证据证明性别影响对于所有层面的大脑功能的重要性。”

他说，总之，此项研究表明性别在大脑中起着很重要的作用——“即使当我们还并不明确如何起作用的时候。”

入室盗窃者能够阻断你的无线安保系统吗？


［A］任何承诺能够保护家的产品都值得认真检查。因此，你会发现很多关于流行的家庭安保系统存在潜在风险的强烈说法，这并不奇怪。

［B］目前为止，最有可能的入室盗窃形式就是简单的投机取巧式的犯罪，经常是破窗而入或是其他途径的暴力入室。据美国联邦调查局所述，美国诸如此类的犯罪在2013年大约占据了所有入室盗窃案的三分之二。而其余的大部分都是由于窗户敞开等情况而进行的非法的非暴力入室。（40）利用技术手段从而绕开安保系统的犯罪几率非常小，以至于联邦调查局都不屑于去追踪这些数据。


［C］理论上主要的家庭安保方面的担忧之一是某个系统是否容易被阻断而难以联动。对于有线连接的装置，令人担忧的是入室盗贼仅仅通过切断正确的线路也许就可以关闭你的系统。对于无线装置，你可以把电池供电的传感器安置到家庭的各个地方来监视所有的窗户、门、行为以及其他情况。（42）系统工作时，如果系统监测到异样，它便会传输一个无线警报信号至基站，从而引发报警。
 这种方法可以消除绝大多数对切断线路的担忧——但是，万一无线线路被阻断了呢？一个合适的设备调到合适的频率时，怎样阻止一个窃贼阻断你的装置并阻止警报信号到达基站呢？

［D］对信号阻断的担忧并非新鲜话题，而且它们也不单单是针对安保系统的。任何一个接收特定频率的无线信号的装置都可以被相同频率的更强信号覆盖。（37）做个比较，如果你想“阻断”两个人之间的对话——你需要做的就是在听者的耳旁大喊。


［E］（45）安保设备上需要列出它们发出信号的频率——这意味着一个潜在的窃贼只需要简单地在谷歌上搜索一下，就可以找到需要的信息。
 然而，他们需要知道他们寻找的是什么系统。如果在你的院子里有一个标志，这个标志告诉别人你用的是什么装置，这就给他们指出了明确的方向。尽管在这点上，我们谈论的是目的性很强、半精心策划的攻击，而不是那种强行入室的攻击，而这种攻击构成了大部分的入室盗窃案。相比其他频率来说，这样更容易发现并获取某些频率的阻断设备。

［F］无线安保系统的供应商会经常采取措施去帮助对抗这种阻断线路攻击的威胁。（39）编辑最佳推荐
 SimpliSafe
 应用了一种特殊系统，能够从目标性信号阻断攻击中区分偶然的无线电频率干扰。
 当系统认为它正在被阻断，便会通过推送警报来通知你。到时，你便可自行决定是否要手动拉响警报。

［G］SimpliSafe在最近的一篇关于线路阻断的文章中被挑选出来，和一个视频一起展示了一个完整的系统是如何被手持型阻拦设备有效地避开的。在采取了合适的方法抑制发射到我们的检测实验室的无线电干扰信号之后，我们独立检测到了攻击，并且能够证实利用合适的设备是有可能的。然而，我们也证实了SimpliSafe的反阻断系统是奏效的。（44）它在现场搜索到了我们，并给我的智能手机发送了警报，同时也在系统的事件记录中列出了我们的无线电干扰。
 被讨论的这篇文章和视频的幕后团队并没有提及此系统以及它是否检测到了它们。

［H］我们喜欢这个软件的独一无二的特点。这意味着一个窃贼很有可能无法用谷歌搜索到这个系统是如何工作而想出对策。（41）即使他们可以，
 SimpliSafe
 声明这个系统是持续优化的，而且系统与系统之间是有着微妙的差别的，这意味着并没有一个通用的神奇方案来破解它。
 其他的系统在线路阻断这方面似乎也非常自信。Frontpoint团队在其网站上的博客中解决了这一问题，夸赞了他们自己的防阻断保护软件，并声明自20世纪80年代公司开始提供无线安保传感器后就没有任何成功的线路阻断攻击的被记录案例。

［I］线路阻断攻击是绝对有可能的。（36）正如之前所说的，通过合适的设备和合适的技术，任何无线传输都是有可能被阻断的。
 但是一个人能够成功地阻断你家的安保系统并偷走你的财物可能性到底有多大呢？

［J］让我们想象一下，你住在一个小房子里，房子配备着一套具备防阻断功能的无线安保系统。首先，一个窃贼需要明确地把你家锁定为目标。然后，他需要知道你家系统的技术细节，从而取得阻断此特定系统的特定设备。大概你会在夜晚或是你离开家的时候锁上你的门，所以窃贼仍然需要闯进去。这就意味着无论如何都要撬锁或是破窗而入。（38）这时他便需要阻断你的安保系统，因为窗户被砸坏或是门被撬开势必引发警报。同理，你家里的行动传感器也会报警。因此，在窃贼进入房门之后仍然需要继续阻断系统并寻找要偷的东西。
 然而，这一切都需要在他不触发防阻断系统的前提下，而他对于该系统的细节一无所知。

［K］最重要的是，这些种类的系统的设计初衷是阻碍那些投机取巧式的破窗而入盗窃，它们占据了盗窃案例的大多数。（43）而这些也只是理想的包含多方面的家庭安保方法的一个层面，这个方法包含常识性的东西，如声锁以及晚上的合适户外照明设备。
 没有系统是不可以侵入的，没有一个系统可以保证完全消除最坏的情形。它们中的每一种都有缺陷，任何一个懂行的窃贼理论上都可以去攻克。一个好的系统是把最坏的可能降到最低，同时在面临一次并不出奇的攻击之时提供强有力的保护措施。

Team spirit


［A］TEAMS have become the basic building blocks of organizations. Recruitment advertisements routinely call for“team players”. Business schools grade their students in part on their performance in group projects. Office managers knock down walls to encourage team building. Teams are as old as civilization，of course: even Jesus had 12 co-workers. But a new report by Deloitte，“Global Human Capital Trends”，based on a survey of more than 7，000 executives in over 130 countries，suggests that the fashion for teamwork has reached a new high. Almost half of those surveyed said their companies were either in the middle of restructuring or about to embark on
 （开始）it; and for the most part，restructuring meant putting more emphasis on teams．

［B］Companies are abandoning conventional functional departments and organizing employees into cross-disciplinary teams that focus on particular products，problems or customers. These teams are gaining more power to run their own affairs. They are also spending more time working with each other rather than reporting upwards. Deloitte argues that a new organizational form is on the rise: a network of teams is replacing the conventional hierarchy
 （等级制度）．

［C］The fashion for teams is driven by a sense that the old way of organizing people is too rigid for both the modern marketplace and the expectations of employees. Technological innovation places greater value on agility
 （灵活性）. John Chambers，chairman of Cisco System Inc.，a worldwide leader in electronics products，says that“we compete against market transitions
 （过渡），not competitors. Product transitions used to take five or seven years; now they take one or two.” Digital technology also makes it easier for people to co-ordinate their activities without resorting to hierarchy. The“millennials”（千禧一代）who will soon make up half the workforce in rich countries were raised from nursery school onwards to work in groups．

［D］The fashion for teams is also spreading from the usual corporate suspects（such as GE and IBM）to some more unusual ones. The Cleveland Clinic，a hospital operator，has reorganized its medical staff into teams to focus on particular treatment areas; consultants，nurses and others collaborate closely instead of being separated by speciality（专业）and rank. The US Army has gone the same way. In his book，“Team of Teams
 ”，General Stanley McChrystal describes how the army's hierarchical structure hindered its operations during the early stages of the Iraq war. His solution was to learn something from the rebels it was fighting: decentralizing authority to self-organizing teams．

［E］A good rule of thumb is that as soon as generals and hospital administrators jump on a management bandwagon
 （追随一种管理潮流），it is time to ask questions. Leigh Thompson of Kellogg School of Management in Illinois warns that，“Teams are not always the answer—teams may provide insight，creativity and knowledge in a way that a person working independently cannot; but teamwork may also lead to confusion，delay and poor decision-making.” The late Richard Hackman of Harvard University once argued，“I have no question that when you have a team，the possibility exists that it will generate magic，producing something extraordinary…But don't count on it.”

［F］Hackman（who died in 2013）noted that teams are hindered by problems of co-ordination and motivation that chip away at the benefits of collaboration. High-flyers
 （能干的人）forced to work in teams may be undervalued and free-riders empowered. Group-think may be unavoidable. In a study of 120 teams of senior executives，he discovered that less than 10% of their supposed members agreed on who exactly was on the team. If it is hard enough to define a team's membership，agreeing on its purpose is harder still．

［G］Profound changes in the workforce are making teams trickier to manage. Teams work best if their members have a strong common culture. This is hard to achieve when，as is now the case in many big firms，a large proportion of staff are temporary contractors. Teamwork improves with time: America's National Transportation Safety Board found that 73% of the incidents in its civil-aviation database occurred on a crew's first day of flying together. However，as Amy Edmondson of Harvard points out，organizations increasingly use“team” as a verb rather than a noun: they form teams for specific purposes and then quickly disband them．

［H］The least that can be concluded from this research is that companies need to think harder about managing teams. They need to rid their minds of sentimentalism
 （感情用事）: the most successful teams have leaders who are able to set an overall direction and take immediate action. They need to keep teams small and focused: giving in to pressure to be more“inclusive” is a guarantee of dysfunction. Jeff Bezos，Amazon's boss，says that“If I see more than two pizzas for lunch，the team is too big.” They need to immunise teams against group-think: Hackman argued that the best ones contain“deviants
 ”（离经叛道者）who are willing to do something that may be upsetting to others.

［I］A new study of 12，000 workers in 17 countries by Steelcase，a furniture-maker which also does consulting，finds that the best way to ensure employees are“engaged” is to give them more control over where and how they do their work—which may mean liberating them from having to do everything in collaboration with others．

［J］However，organizations need to learn something bigger than how to manage teams better: they need to be in the habit of asking themselves whether teams are the best tools for the job. Team-building skills are in short supply: Deloitte reports that only 12% of the executives they contacted feel they understand the way people work together in networks and only 21% feel confident in their ability to build cross-functional teams. Loosely managed teams can become hotbeds of distraction—employees routinely complain that they can't get their work done because they are forced to spend too much time in meetings or compelled to work in noisy offices. Even in the age of open-plan offices and social networks some work is best left to the individual．

It has shrunk from ￡1.19 billion in 2011 to ￡1.12 billion in 2015，according to a new report from market research company Mintel. In the last year alone，despite an increase in the UK population and a subsequent rise in the number of households，sales of toilet paper fell by 2%，with the average household reducing their toilet roll spending from ￡43 in 2014 to ￡41 in 2015．

Overall，almost three in five people say they try to limit their usage of paper-including facial tissue and kitchen roll-to save money.“Strength，softness and thickness remain the leading indicators of toilet paper quality，with just a small proportion of consumers preferring more luxurious alternatives，such as those with flower patterns or perfume，” said Mintel analyst Jack Duckett.“These extra features are deemed unnecessary by the majority of shoppers，which probably reflects how these types of products are typically more expensive than regular toilet paper，even when on special offer.”

While consumers are spending less on toilet paper，they remain fussy—in theory at least—when it comes to paper quality. Top of Britons' toilet paper wish list is softness（57%）followed by strength（45%）and thickness（36%）．

One in 10 buyers rank toilet rolls made from recycled paper among their top considerations，highlighting how overall the environment is much less of a consideration for shoppers than product quality. In a challenge for manufactures，81% of paper product users said they would consider buying recycled toilet tissue if it were comparable in quality to standard paper．

“One of the reason I find this topic very interesting is because my mom was a smoker when I was younger，” say Lindson-Hawly，who studies tobacco and health at the University of Oxford．

By studying about 700 adult smokers，she found out that her mom quit the right way—by stopping abruptly and completely．

In her study，participants were randomly
 （随机地）assigned to two groups. One had to quit abruptly on a given day，going from about a pack a day to zero. The other cut down gradually over the course of two weeks. People in both groups used nicotine（尼古丁）patches before they quit，in addition to a second form of nicotine replacement，like gum or spray. They also had talk therapy with a nurse before and after quit day．

Six months out，more people who had quit abruptly had stuck with it-more than one-fifth of them，compared to about one-seventh in the other group. Although these numbers appear low，it is much higher than if people try without support．

And the quit rates were particularly convincing given that before the study started，most of the people had said they'd rather cut down gradually before quitting.“If you're training for a marathon，you wouldn't expect to turn up and just be able to run it. And I think people see that for'smoking as well. They think，‘Well，if I gradually reduce，it's like practice.’” says Lindsons-Hawley. But that wasn't the case. Instead of giving people practice，the gradual reduction likely gave them cravings
 （瘾）and withdrawal symptoms before they even reached quit day，which could be why fewer people in that group actually made it to that point.“Regardless of your stated preference，if you're ready to quit，quitting abruptly is more effective，” says Dr. Gabrieia Ferreira，“When you can quote a specific number like a fifth of the patients were able to quit，that's compelling. It gives them the encouragement，I think，to really go for it，” Ferreira says．

People rarely manage to quit the first time they try. But at least，she says，they can maximize the odds of success．

（19）Dogs，man's best friends，have a clear strategy for dealing with angry owners—they look away. New research shows that dogs limit their eye contact with angry humans.
 The scientists suggest this may be an attempt to calm humans down. This behavior may have evolved as dogs gradually learned they could benefit from avoiding conflicts with humans. To conduct the tests，the University of Helsinki researchers trained 31 dogs to rest in front of a video screen. Facial photos of dogs and humans were displayed on the screen for 1.5 seconds. They showed threatening，pleasant and neutral expressions. Nearby cameras tracked the dogs' eye movements．

Dogs in the study looked most at the eyes of humans and other dogs to sense their emotions.（20）When dogs looked at expressions of angry dogs
 ，their eyes rested more on the mouth，perhaps to interpret the threatening expressions.
 And when looking at angry humans，they tended to turn away their gaze. Dogs may have learned to detect threat signs from humans and respond by trying to make peace. According to researcher Sanni Somppi，avoiding conflicts may have helped dogs develop better bonds with humans．

团队精神


［A］团队已然成为组织的基本结构单元。招聘启事上反复强调要招募的是“团队成员”。商学院给学生打分时，一定程度上参考他们在小组设计作业中的表现。经理们把办公室的隔断推倒，以促进团队建设。团队之古老程度堪比文明：耶稣不就有12个门徒嘛。（41）德勤在超过130个国家的做了一项针对7000余名高管的调研，称之为“全球人力资本风向标”，其结果显示以团队的方式工作已被推向一个新的高度。
 差不多一半的公司高管都表示他们公司要不就是已经开始了重组，要不就是正在着手去做，这里所谓的重组，基本上说的就是强调团队的作用。

［B］（38）各大公司都已抛弃了传统的功能性部门构成，将员工们组织到跨部门、跨专业的团队中，一起设计产品、服务客户、解决问题。
 这些团队慢慢地拥有了自主决断事务的权限，同时团队成员们可以将更多的时间用在一起工作而非向上级汇报上。德勤表示：一种新型的组织结构正浮出水面，一系列的团队网络取代了传统公司的等级制度。

［C］团队的潮流是由这样一种感觉驱动的：传统调动员工的方式太过刻板，已经适应不了现代化市场的需求和当代员工的展望。科技创新对灵活性提出了更高层次的要求。全球电子产品领军者思科集团的总裁John Chambers表示：“我们是在与市场的变迁竞争，而不是对手公司竞争。（45）以前产品发展的周期是5～7年；现在是1～2年。”
 数码科技的发展也使人们不需要上级协调就可以同步工作。在不久的将来，从幼儿园就开始接受团队教育的“千禧一代”会占据发达国家一半以上的劳务市场。

［D］团队化之风也从GE、IBM这样的典型大企业吹到了一些特殊行业。克里夫兰诊疗所是一家医院运营机构，它将医护人员按团队重组，一个团队负责一个诊疗方向；医生、护士等人员密切合作，而不是根据他们的专业和级别分门别类。美国陆军也走了同样一条路。 Stanley McChrystal将军在他的作品《团队团队》中，描述了部队的等级制度在伊拉克战争中是如何给行动造成障碍的。（37）他的解决办法是向他们的对手伊拉克人学习：去中心化、去权威、自我组队。


［E］有这么一种好方法：如果将军和医院管理者都开始追随一种管理潮流，那就该开始质疑它了。伊利诺伊州Kellogg管理学院的Leigh Thompson告诫公众：“团队不是万能解药——比起单干，团队能够给你提供洞察力、创造力和知识，但团队工作也会导致混乱、拖延，乃至做出糟糕的决策。”哈佛大学已故的Richard Hackman曾经说过：（43）“一旦你组建了一个团队，我相信它是有魔力的，肯定能够创造出一些了不起的东西……但是千万别依赖于团队。”


［F］Hackman（已于2013年去世）指出，阻碍团队的一个是协调问题，还有一个就是合作过程中热情会慢慢消散。那些被强迫拉入团队的能人会觉得自己的价值没有体现出来，而“打酱油”的人却掌握着权力。团队思考可能是不可避免的。（42）在对120位资深团队领导进行调研之后，他发现这些团队中，只有不到10%的人确定团队中都有哪些成员。如果连成员有谁都确定不了，团队的目标就更难统一了。


［G］劳务人员构成的显著变化也导致了团队管理更加复杂。（40）如果团队中成员来自同一种文化，团队的工作效率就很高。
 然而这一点很难实现，特别是现在很多大公司的员工签的都是短期合同。磨合的时间长了团队才能发挥效能——美国国家交通安全委员会的民航数据库发现，73%的事故发生于机组成员首航。不过，哈佛大学的Amy Edmondson指出，“团队”这个词现在在公司里更多是被当作一个动词而不是名词在使用：为了某项任务组建团队，然后很快就解散团队。

［H］从这项研究中，我们至少可以总结出来的是：公司需要认真考虑如何管理团队。他们千万不能感情用事：（36）最成功的团队中，领导把握大方向并且行事果断。
 团队人员宜少而精：屈从于压力而将更多的人带到团队中，团队功效必然大打折扣。亚马逊总裁Jeff Bezos说：“如果一个团队午餐时要吃超过两块比萨饼，那这个团队就太大了。”要尽量避免纯团队化的思维模式：Hackman表示，好的团队中应该有那么一两个敢于把其他成员搞得不高兴的离经叛道者。

［I］Steelcase是一家家具企业，也兼作咨询业务。该企业对17个国家超过1.2万名员工进行了调研，（44）结果显示，要确保员工全身心投入工作，最好的办法是在一定程度上让他们决定自己的工作方向及工作方式
 ——这样他们不必事事与人合作，反而解放了他们。

［J］而且，公司需要学到比管理团队更重要的一课：他们要学会问问自己，这项工作是不是以团队的方式开展就最合适呢？团队建设理论目前还很稀缺：德勤的调研报告显示，仅有12%的总裁们表示自己懂得团队网络运作方式；21%的人对自己构建跨功能团队的能力有信心。（39）管理松散的团队中，散漫情绪很容易滋生
 ——员工们一直都在抱怨自己完不成工作，因为他们被迫在嘈杂的办公室里办公，还要参加各种会议。即使是在社交网络与敞开式办公年代，一些工作恐怕还是独立完成得好。

这直接导致了英国纸巾业产值缩水6%。据市场研究机构Mintel的最新调查显示，纸巾市场的销售额从2011年的11.9亿英镑下降到2015年的11.2亿英镑。（47）市场前景更是不容乐观，预计到2016年，其销售额会下降到11.1亿英镑。


仅看去年，英国人口和家庭数量都增长了，但厕纸的销量却下降了2%，家庭平均花费从2014年的43英镑下降到次年的41英镑。

总的趋势是五个英国人中的三个就会表示他们在努力节约纸张的使用——包括面纸和厨房用纸——目的就是为了省钱。“人们在购买厕纸时先看的三个指标是坚韧度、柔软度和厚度，只有很少的人会偏爱那些带香味或鲜花图案的豪华型厕纸，”Mintel机构的分析师Jack Duckett说，“（48）这些附加属性在大部分消费者看来都是非必需的，所以这样的产品自然比普通厕纸贵，哪怕打折了也要贵一点。”

 Lindson-Hawly
 说，她目前在牛津大学主修烟草和健康之间的关系。



在对700名成年吸烟者研究之后，她发现自己母亲戒烟的方式是正确的——突然、彻底地停下来。


她把参加研究的所有被试随机分成两组。其中一组于某一天突然、彻底地从每天一包烟变成一根都不能抽；另一组用两周的时间慢慢戒烟。（52）这两组人在戒烟之前都是用过尼古丁戒烟贴，同时也用另外一种东西作为尼古丁的替代物，比如口香糖或喷雾，
 他们在戒烟前后也都参与了谈话治疗法。

6个月之后，突然戒烟的人中有五分之一坚持下来了——比起另一组的七分之一要多。尽管这一数字看上去仍然不算高，但比缺乏指导下自主戒烟成功的数据要高多了。

考虑到在参加治疗之前，大部分被试都表示他们愿意采取阶段性戒烟法，这一戒烟率就更具说服力了。（54）“如果你要参加马拉松，你肯定不会突然就有那个水平跑一场。我想人们大概觉得戒烟也是这样的。他们想‘嗯，我要是慢慢戒烟的话，这就像练习一样。’”
 Lindson-Hawly说。但事实不是这样的。慢慢减量根本不是一种练习，反而会让人上瘾，还没到彻底戒烟那一天就前功尽弃了，这也是为什么第二组中很少有人能坚持到彻底戒烟的原因。“不管你个人偏好如何，如果真想戒烟，突然戒掉是最好的办法，”Gabrieia Ferreira博士说，（53）“如果有五分之一的人都这样戒掉了，那这个数据还是很有说服力的，能鼓励烟民们真正地去努力试一把。”


烟民们几乎不可能第一次戒烟就成功，不过至少，采取这种方法可以增加成功的几率。

The Blessing and Curse of the People Who Never Forget



A handful of people can recall almost everyday in their lives in enormous detail-and after years of research，neuroscientists are finally beginning to understand how they do it．


［A］For most of us，memory is a mess of blurred and faded pictures of our lives. As much as we would like to cling on to our past，even the saddest moments can be washed away with time．

［B］Ask Nima Veiseh what he was doing for any day in the past 15 years，however，and he will give you the details of the weather，what he was wearing，or even what side of the train he was sitting on his journey to work.“My memory is like a library of vidoe tapes，walk-throughs of every day of my life from waking to sleeping，” he explains．

［C］Veiseh can even put a date on when those tapes started recording: 15 December 2000，when he met his first girlfriend at his best friend's 16th birthday party. He had always had a good memory，but the thrill of young love seems to have shifted a gear in his mind: from now on，he would start recording his whole life in detail.“I could tell you everything about every day after that.”

［D］Needless to say，people like Veiseh are of great interest to neuroscientists
 （神经科学专家）hoping to understand the way the brain records our lives. A couple of recent papers have finally opened a window on these people's extraordinary minds. And such research might even suggest ways for us all to relive our past with greater clarity．

［E］‘Highly superior autobiographical memory'（or HSAM for short），first came to light in the early 2000s，with a young woman named Jill Price. Emailing the neuroscientist and memory researcher Jim McGaugh one day，she claimed that she could recall every day of her life since the age of 12. Could he help explain her experiences？

［F］McGaugh invited her to his lab，and began to test her: he would give her a date and ask her to tell him about the world events on that day. True to her word，she was correct almost every time．

［G］It didn't take long for magazines and documentary film-makers to come to understand her“total recall”，and thanks to the subsequent media interest，a few dozen other subjects（including Veiseh）have since come forward and contacted the team at the University of California，Irvine.

［H］Interestingly，their memories are highly self-centered: although they can remember“autobiographical” life events in extraordinary detail，they seem to be no better than average at recalling impersonal（not personal）information，such as random
 （任意选取的）lists of words. Nor are they necessarily better at remembering a round of drinks，say. And although their memories are vast，they are still likely to suffer from“false memories”. Clearly，there is no such thing as a“perfect” memory-their extraordinary minds are still using the same flawed tools that the rest of us rely on. The question is，how？

［I］Lawrence Pathhis at the University of Southern Mississippi recently studied around 20 people with HSAM and found that they scored particularly highly on two measures: fantasy proneness
 （倾向）and absorption. Fantasy proneness could be considered a tendency to imagine and daydream，whereas absorption is the tendency to allow your mind to become fully absorbed in an activity-to pay complete attention to the sensations
 （感受）and the experiences.“I'm extremely sensitive to sounds，smells and visual detail，” explains Nicole Donohue，who has taken part in many of these studies.“I definitely feel things more strongly than the average person.”

［J］The absorption helps them to establish strong foundations for a recollection，says Pathhis，and the fantasy proneness means that they revisit those memories again and again in the coming weeks and months. Each time this initial memory trace is“replayed”，it becomes even stronger. In some ways，you probably go through that process after a big event like your wedding day-but the difference is that thanks to their other psychological tendencies，the HSAM subjects are doing it day in，day out，for the whole of their lives．

［K］Not everyone with a tendency to fantasize will develop HSAM，though，so Patihis suggests that something must have caused them to think so much about their past.“Maybe some experience in their childhood meant that they became obsessed
 （着迷）with calendars and what happened to them，” says Patihis.

［L］The people with HSAM I've interviewed would certainly agree that it can be a mixed blessing. On the plus side，it allows you to relive the most transformative and enriching experiences. Veiseh，for instance，travelled a lot in his youth. In his spare time，he visited the local art galleries，and the paintings are now lodged deep in his autobiographical memories．

［M］“Imagine being able to remember every painting，on every wall，in every gallery space，between nearly 40 countries，” he says.“That's a big education in art by itself.” With this comprehensive knowledge of the history of art，he has since become a professional painter．

［N］Donohue，now a history teacher，agrees that it helped during certain parts of her education:“I can definitely remember what I learned on certain days at school. I could imagine what the teacher was saying or what it looked like in the book.”

［O］Not everyone with HSAM has experienced these benefits，however. Viewing the past in high definition can also make it very difficult to get over pain and regret.“It can be very hard to forget embarrassing moments，” says Donohue.“You feel same emotions-it is just as raw，just as fresh…You can't turn off that stream of memories，no matter how hard you try.” Veiseh agrees:“It is like having these open wounds-they are just a part of you，” he says．

［P］This means they often have to make a special effort to lay the past to rest; Bill，for instance，often gets painful“flashbacks” in which unwanted memories intrude into his consciousness，but overall he has chosen to see it as the best way of avoiding repeating the same mistakes.“Some people are absorbed in the past but not open to new memories，but that's not the case for me. I look forward to the each day and experiencing something new.”

Barbara Hagerty looks at some of the features of people who turn midlife into a rebirth. They break routines，because“autopilot is death.” They choose purpose over happiness-having a clear sense of purpose even reduces the risk of Alzheimer's disease. They give priority to relationships，as career often recedes
 （逐渐淡化）．


Life Reimagined
 paints a picture of middle age that is far from gloomy. Midlife seem like the second big phase of decision-making. Your identity has been formed; you've built up your resources; and now you have the chance to take the big risks precisely because your foundation is already secure．

Karl Barth described midlife precisely this way. At middle age，he wrote，“The sowing is behind; now is the time to reap. The run has been taken; now is the time to leap. Preparation has been made; now is the time for the venture of the work itself.”

The middle-aged person，Barth continued，can see death in the distance，but moves with a“measured haste” to get big new things done while there is still time．

What Barth wrote decades ago is even truer today. People are healthy and energetic longer. We have presidential candidates running for their first term in office at age 68，69 and 74. A longer lifespan is changing the narrative structure of life itself. What could have been considered the beginning of a descent is now a potential turning point—the turning point you are most equipped to take full advantage of．

In spring，chickens start laying again，bringing a welcome source of protein at winter's end. So it's no surprise that cultures around the world celebrate spring by honoring the egg．

Some traditions are simple，like the red eggs that get baked into Greek Easter breads. Others elevate the egg into a fancy art，like the heavily jewel-covered“eggs” that were favored by the Russians starting in the 19th century．

One ancient form of egg art comes to us from Ukraine. For centuries，Ukrainians have been drawing complicated patterns on eggs. Contemporary artists have followed this tradition to create eggs that speak to the anxieties of our age: Life is precious，and delicate. Eggs are，too．

“There's something about their delicate nature that appeals to me，” says New Yorker
 cartoonist Roz Chast. A few years ago she became interested in eggs and learned the traditional Ukrainian technique to draw her very modern characters.“I've broken eggs at every stage of the process—from the very beginning to the very，very end.”

But there's an appeal in that vulnerability.“There's part of this sickening horror of knowing you're walking on the edge with this，that I kind of like. Knowing that it could all fall apart at any second.” Chast's designs，such as a worried man alone in a tiny rowboat，reflect that delicateness．

Traditional Ukrainian decorated eggs also spoke to those fears. The elaborate patterns were believed to offer protection against evil．

“There's an ancient legend that as long as these eggs are made，evil will not prevail in the world，” says Joan Brander，a Canadian egg-painter who has been painting eggs for more than 60 years，having learned the art of the egg from her Ukrainian relatives．

The tradition，says Brander，dates back to 300 B.C.，was later incorporated into the Christian church. The old symbols，however，still endure. A decorated egg with a bird on it，given to a young married couple，is a wish for children. A decorated egg thrown into the field would be a wish for a good harvest．

From Accountant to Yogi: Making a Radical Career Change


［A］At some point，almost all of us will experience a period of radical professional change. Some of us will seek it out; for others it will feel like an unwelcome intrusion into otherwise stable careers. Either way，we have choices about how we respond to it when it comes．

［B］We recently caught up with yoga entrepreneur Leah Zaccaria，who put herself through the fire of change to completely reinvent herself. In her search to live a life of purpose，Leah left her high-paying accounting job，her husband，and her home. In the process，she built a radically new life and career. Since then，she has founded two yoga studios，met a new life partner，and formed a new community of people. Even if your personal reinvention is less drastic，we think there are lessons from her experience that apply．

［C］Where do the seeds of change come from？ The Native American Indians have a saying:“Pay attention to the whispers so you won't have to hear the screams.” Often the best ideas for big changes come from unexpected places-it's just a matter of tuning in. Great leaders recognize the weak signals or slight signs that point to big changes to come. Leah reflects on a time she listened to the whispers:“About the time my daughter was five years old，I started having a sense that ‘this isn't right.’” She then realized that her life no longer matched her vision for it．

［D］Up until that point，Leah had followed traditional measures of success. After graduating with a degree in business and accounting，she joined a public accounting firm，married，bought a house，put lots of stuff in it，and had a baby.“I did what everybody else thought looked successful，” she says. Leah easily could have fallen into a trap of feeling content; instead，her energy sparked a period of experimentation and renewal．

［E］Feeling the need to change，Leah started playing with future possibilities by exploring her interests and developing new capabilities. First trying physical exercise and dieting，she lost some weight and discovered an inner strength.“I felt powerful because I broke through my own limitations，” she recalls．

［F］However，it was another interest that led Leah to radically reinvent herself.“I remember sitting on a bench with my aunt at a yoga studio，” she said，“and having a moment of clarity right then and there: Yoga is saving my life. Yoga is waking me up. I'm not happy and I want to change and I'm done with this.” In that moment of clarity Leah made an important leap，conquering her inner resistance to change and making a firm commitment. That clarity and resolve set her up to take bigger steps．

［G］Creating the future you want is a lot easier if you are ready to exploit on the opportunities that come your way. When Leah made the commitment to change，she primed herself to new opportunities she may otherwise have overlooked. She recalls:

［H］One day a man I worked with，Ryan，who had his office next to mine，said，“Leah，let's go look at this space on Queen Anne.” He knew my love for yoga and had seen a space close to where he lived that he thought might be good to serve as a yoga studio. As soon as I saw the location，I knew this was it. Of course I was scared，yet I had this strong sense of“I have to do this.” Only a few months later Leah opened her first yoga studio. But success was not instant．

［I］Creating the future takes time. That's why leaders continue to manage the present while building toward the big changes of the future. When it's time to make the leap，they take action and immediately drop what's no longer serving their purpose. Initially Leah stayed with her accounting job while starting up the yoga studio to make it all work.

［J］Soon after，she knew she had to make a bold move to fully commit to her new future. Within two years，Leah shed the safety of her accounting job and made the switch complete. Such drastic change is not easy．

［K］Steering through change and facing obstacles brings us face to face with our fears. Leah reflects on one incident that triggered her fears，when her investors threatened to shut her down:“I was probably up against the most fear I've ever had，” she says.“I had spent two years cultivating this community，and it had become successful very fast，but within six months I was facing the prospect of losing it all.”

［L］She connected with her sense of purpose and dug deep，cultivating a tremendous sense of strength.“I was feeling so intentional and strong that I wasn't going to let fear just take over. I was thinking，‘OK，guys，if you want to try to shut me down，shut me down.’ And I knew it was a negotiation scheme，so I was able to say to myself，‘This is not real.’” By naming her fears and facing them head-on，Leah gained confidence. For most of us，letting go of the safety and security of the past gives us great fear. Calling out our fears explicitly，as Leah did，can help us act decisively．

［M］The cycle of renewal never ends. Leah's growth spurred her to open her second studio-and it wasn't for the money．

［N］I have no desire to make millions of dollars. It's not about that; it's about growth for me. Honestly，I didn't need to open a second studio. I had one and it was highly successful. I was making as much money as I was as an accountant. But I know if you don't grow，you stand still，and that doesn't work for me.

［O］Consider the current moment in your own life，your team or your organization. Where are you in the cycle of renewal: Are you actively preserving the present，or selectively forgetting the past，or boldly creating the future？ What advice would Leah give you to move you ahead on your journey？ Once we're on the path of growth，we can continually move through the seasons of transformation and renewal．

Another issue affecting real estate in the coming year will be America's falling infrastructure. Most roads，bridges，transit，water systems，the electric grid，and communication networks were installed 50 to 100 years ago，and they are largely taken for granted until the fail．

The report's writers state that America's failure to invest in infrastructure impacts not only the health of the real-estate market，but also our ability to remain globally competitive．

Apart from the specific trends highlighted above，which cause some investors to worry，the report portrays an overall optimism borne by the recent healthy real-estate“upcycle” and improving economy. Seventy-four percent of the respondents surveyed report a“good to excellent” expectation of real-estate profitability in 2015. While excessive optimism can promote bad investment patterns，resulting in a real-estate“bubble，” the report's writers downplay that potential outcome in that it has not yet occurred．

The brain is a seemingly endless library，whose shelves house our most precious memories as well as our lifetime's knowledge. But is there a point where it reaches capacity？

The answer is no，because brains are more sophisticated than that. Instead of just crowding in，old information is sometimes pushed out of the brain for new memories to form．

Previous behavioral studies have shown that learning new information can lead to forgetting. But in a new study，researchers demonstrated for the first time how this effect occurs in the brain．

In daily life，forgetting actually has clear advantages. Imagine，for instance，that you lost your bank card. The new card you receive will come with a new personal identification number（PIN）. Each time you remember the new PIN，you gradually forget the old one. This process improves access to relevant information，without old memories interfering．

And most of us may sometimes feel the frustration of having old memories interfere with new，relevant memories. Consider trying to remember where you parked your car in the same car park you were at a week earlier. This type of memory（where you are trying to remember new，but similar information）is particularly vulnerable to interference．

When we acquire new information，the brain automatically tries to incorporate
 （合并）it within existing information by forming associations. And when we retrieve
 （检索）information，both the desired and associated but irrelevant information is recalled．

The majority of previous research has focused on how we learn and remember new information. But current studies are beginning to place greater emphasis on the conditions under which we forget，as its importance begins to be more appreciated．

A very small number of people are able to remember almost every detail of their life. While it may sound like an advantage to many，people with this rare condition often find their unusual ability burdensome．

In a sense，forgetting is our brain's way of sorting memories，so the most relevant memories are ready for retrieval. Normal forgetting may even be a safety mechanism to ensure our brain doesn't become too full．

 比如你丢了银行卡。再办的新卡肯定是有一个新的身份识别码的（PIN）。你每记一次这个新的数字，你都在逐渐忘记旧的数字。（52）这一过程能促使我们接收相关信息而不受旧信息的干扰。


不过我们大多数人都会因为新的、有用的信息受到旧信息的干扰而烦心。比如回忆你的车停在停车场的什么位置了，而上周你也在这个停车场停过车。这种记忆（尝试记住与旧信息比较相似的新信息）就特别容易受到干扰。

当我们获取新信息的时候，大脑自动的产生联想，尝试把它和已有信息合并。当我们检索信息的时候，不但我们需要的信息被检索到了，那些有联系的无关信息也被回想起来了。

过往的研究大部分就关注我们是如何学习并记住新信息的，（53）但当前的研究开始意识到遗忘的重要性，并更注重于我们在何种条件下会去遗忘。
