真题　是本书最大的特点和亮点

任何一门考试，真题是必须要演练的。本书归纳总结了2004年以来所有的口语真题，并将之分类成五大主题：爱好兴趣类话题、物品类话题、地点类话题、经历类话题和人物类话题。这些分门别类的话题和具体的问题无疑就是一个雅思口语真题库，只要熟悉了所有这些话题和考官询问问题的点，你将无须担心碰到出其不意的问题。它们会帮助你有备而战，事半功倍。

实战　是本书独特的手段

本书的每一章安排如下：

“真题范例”部分既有真题，又有回答范例。而这些真题是针对考试三个阶段的不同问题，提供了不同观点和角度的回答。所配的范例都原汁原味、流畅、连贯，而“流畅连贯”是雅思口语考试的一个高分标准。

“口语速成模板”部分旨在真正帮助考生掌握口语的技巧，扩展思路。作者用“入题”、“话题展开”和“结尾”三个步骤来帮助读者扩展话题思路，掌握口语的技巧。同时，用“发散性口语训练法”把某个话题相关的核心词汇、高分句型和惯用语汇集在一起，帮助读者储备“能量”，到考场能做到“一触即发”。读者如果认真演练，必定会有成效的。这部分体现了作者编写本书的终极目标：让读者在自学自练的实战中实现质的飞跃。

第一章

爱好兴趣类话题

——考官最钟爱的话题

爱好兴趣类话题

有关爱好兴趣的问题因其普遍性和多样性，一直都是雅思口语考官最钟爱的话题，在口语考试的三个阶段均会大量出现。

在第一阶段，考生会碰到要求简单陈述自己业余爱好或娱乐活动的一般性问题；在第二阶段，考生应能够就某一爱好，如运动、看电影、阅读等作出详细的描述，包括爱好的内容、方式和益处等；第三阶段的深入探讨话题，则会涉及关于这些活动对人们生活的影响和其变化趋势等内容。这类话题对大多数考生来说都不算陌生，但在应考时不可掉以轻心，应认真准备细节问题，并注意词汇和句型的变化。

这类话题涉及的范围非常广，几乎涵盖了我们生活的方方面面，除了记忆本书提供的核心词汇、高分句式等内容外，考生还应拓展思路，平时多积累素材，关注这些看似平常却有深意可以挖掘的话题。

Day 1　真题话题：喜欢的电影

一　话题破解

电影大概是19世纪最伟大的娱乐发明之一。它用最直接、最形象的语言与人们沟通，不仅影响了人们的业余生活，甚至促进了思想文化的发展。与音乐一样，它是一种无国界的语言。因此，电影成为雅思口语考试中最频繁、最热门的话题也就不足为奇了。

在考试的第一阶段，考生会碰到一些关于自己喜欢的电影类型、看电影的习惯等的话题；第二阶段的卡片一般是要求考生描述自己最喜欢的一部电影或一个电影类型；第三阶段的问题可能会涉及电影的发展、电影对人们生活的影响及电影院的建设等问题。

二　真题范例

第一阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：Do you enjoy watching films?

考生A：Yes, I really do. I am a big fan of films, especially comedies.

考生B：No, not really. I am not keen on films. I'd rather spend my spare time reading. I think reading is more imaginative（富于想象的）than watching films.





2　考官：Which type of film do you like best?

考生A：I am completely taken with（特别喜欢）documentaries（纪录片）. You know the sort, animals, plants, and faraway places. I saw a wonderful one about penguins last month. It was really amazing.

考生B：Comedies are my favourite. I love anything that makes me laugh. They are a lot of fun and help me relieve stress.





3　考官：Which type of film is popular among young people in your city?

考生A：Well, I'm not quite sure about that, but I guess it's romantic stories. The themes of loyal and enduring love are the most fascinating of all.

考生B：Nowadays most young people are interested in science-fiction films. Thanks to the adoption of special-effects technology（特效技术）, the films are dazzling（令人眼花缭乱的）and enchanting（吸引人的）.





4　考官：Do you prefer to watch DVDs at home or go to the cinema?

考生A：I prefer to watch DVDs at home. I feel at ease lying on the sofa, eating some snacks. I can laugh loudly without worrying about disturbing others. Besides, it's more economical than going to the cinema.

考生B：I prefer to see a film at the cinema. It's the authentic environment and best visual and sound effects that attract me most. And more importantly, I enjoy the feeling of sharing a film with others.





5　考官：What's the difference between watching a DVD at home and going to the cinema?

考生A：As for me, watching a DVD at home is more like a personal activity to kill time, while enjoying films at the cinema offers you more pleasure of sharing and communication.

 bombs dropping on London during World War II and siblings Peter, Susan, Edmund and Lucy fleeing（逃亡）

 to the countryside to escape the bombing. Lucy is the first of the four children to discover a portal（入口）in a wardrobe that takes them to a magical land called Narnia. When you enter Narnia, time stands still in the world you've left. Narnia used to be a land of beauty, but the White Witch has made it winter all the time. The fauns, beavers and many other creatures of Narnia need the four children to help the lion bring Narnia back to a happy, peaceful, green place. So the adventurous journey begins.

This is a story of betrayal and the path to redemption（救赎）3
 . The children must engage in a war with the White Witch. They ultimately grow closer through these experiences and the adventures.

This film is shot in New Zealand and has gorgeous scenery. When I finished the film, I was also moved by the rich emotions in it4
 : temptation（诱惑）, betrayal, sacrifice, redemption and forgiveness.

TEST TIPS

One of my favourite films is called Mountain Patrol: Kekexili. It is directed by a young Chinese director Lu Chuan. Based on depressingly（令人压抑地）true events1
 , it tracks the heroic efforts of a small group of Tibetans who struggle to save the Tibetan antelopes.

The film is set against the exquisite（精美的）backdrop of2
 the QinghaiTibetan Plateau. The director Lu tells the tale of brave local Tibetans who face death and starvation（饥饿）to save the endangered antelope herds from a band of ruthless poachers（偷猎者）. The way into this story is through a young Beijing photojournalist. At first an observer, distanced by the lens of his camera, slowly he becomes personally involved in the struggle. He gradually becomes aware that this is not just a regular patrol but a journey about life. To the patrol members, Kekexili is their homeland as well as the habitat of the antelopes. They will always be on guard for their homeland. Through the eyes of the patrolmen, the journalist witnesses the real beauty of their lives: their faith.

The film is more than anything a work of creative imagination3
 . It is filled with strange and horrible visions. It provokes（激起）every viewer's sorrow and righteous（正义的）anger. I was drawn by this film not only because of the characters, but because of the set pieces that distill（蒸馏，提炼）4
 the story's life-and-death struggle to its essence（精华）.

第三阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：Who do you think are more interested in watching films, young people or elderly ones?

考生A：Well, in my view, it's the young who have more interest in seeing films. The film, as a versatile（多样化的）form of media, meets the young's thirst（渴求）for new concepts, creativity and imagination. They enjoy experiencing the unknown world by seeing films.

考生B：I think it's hard to say. Because the interest in seeing films depends more on one's taste than age. For those who dig life（挖掘生活）, no matter how old they are, films are always a good means to learn about the world. The only difference is that they would enjoy different genres（类型）.





2　考官：What's the difference between the young and the old in the types of film they enjoy?

考生A：Usually the young think more about the genres of new trends, like some experimental or avant-garde（前卫的）films. The type of film with creative subjects and filming ways always attracts the young. On the contrary, the elderly prefer the nostalgic（怀旧的）and realistic films, especially those about the events of their times.





3　考官：What influences do you think the film industry has on a nation?

考生A：The flourishing（繁荣的）of the film industry in a nation will certainly promote its economic development and allow the spread of its culture. Hollywood in America is a case in point（是一个例证）. The films are not only an entertaining tool, but also a carrier（载体）of culture and ideology（意识形态）.





4　考官：How do you think one can develop a nation's film industry?

考生A：Well, it's a big issue beyond me, I think. Many factors contribute to（很多因素促成、导致）the development of the film industry, but to my mind the most important one is enough funding support（资金支持）. Besides, tolerant（宽容的）and encouraging government policies are essential.





5　考官：Do people like watching old films?

考生A：I think it depends（视情况而定）. Older people enjoy seeing old films for the nostalgia. For most young people, old films are less attractive because of the lack of thrilling（刺激的）scenes and special effects.

考生B：I think the classic films, no matter how old they are, always attract film fans of all ages. They draw the viewers not with glittering（闪亮的）scenes, but with the eternal（永恒的）themes and incomparable（无法超越的）performances of the actors and actresses.





6　考官：What's your opinion on showing films in class?

考生A：I think it's an effective way to promote interaction（互动）in class, especially when students have individual activity sheets. The courses would become more vivid and delightful because of the illustration（例证）of the films.

考生B：Although films make class more lively, I don't think playing films helps much to the course teaching. They distract（分散）students' attention and make it hard to assess（评估）students' achievements.





7　考官：What are the effects of films as an educational means in English teaching and learning?

考生A：As a visual communication means, films make English teaching and learning authentic（真实的）and interactive. But for reading and writing, I think seeing films helps little.





8　考官：What is the difference between learning English by reading and by seeing films?

考生A：Learning by seeing films is more effective for speaking and listening because films offer the most authentic and lively materials. Reading, on the other hand, provides a systematic（系统的）way to learn English more reasonably.





9　考官：Why do young people nowadays adore film stars?

考生A：To most young people the film stars stand for a form of success. They lead a luxurious（奢华的）life, which is admired by young people. Besides, film stars present fashion and trends. Young people tend to take them as models and copy their behaviour. Thus, young people feel themselves to be in trend and recognised（被认可的）.

At the same time I know that a film can never really hurt me and so it adds to the fun.

· I'm really taken with thrillers（惊悚片）with great suspense（悬念）which keep the viewers on the edge of their seat（让观众坐立不安）.

· I'm interested in the films with adventurous and action elements（冒险和动作情节）. I find them
 great fun.

· Adventure films are usually exciting stories, with new experiences. I especially love searches or expeditions（探险的活动）for lost continents, "jungle" and "desert" epics, treasure hunts, disaster films, or searches for the unknown.

· Comedies are light-hearted plots（轻松的情节）consistently and deliberately designed to amuse and provoke laughter by exaggerating（夸大）the situation, the language, action, relationships and characters.

· I like movies that move me deeply—to shed tears, to laugh till my stomach aches, to feel joy, to feel anger, to feel enlightened（受启迪的）by a glimpse into the human soul—that's my idea of a good movie.

· I also like movies that can evoke feeling and emotion whether they're action, drama or love stories. I really don't get into horror flicks.


4）在家看电影还是去电影院


· Being at home is the very best part about watching movies in your home. It provides you the benefit of being in your own comfortable home, where you have your favourite place to sit, your favourite relaxing clothes and hopefully have a snuggle（蜷伏）with a special person.

· You don't have to worry about loud teenagers or wild kids running around. You also don't have to worry about that inconsiderate（自私的）guy in the back that doesn't turn off his phone and takes personal calls during the movie. You don't have to worry about sticky floors or overpriced popcorn and sodas. You don't have to worry about finding a parking space and unless you have roommates you don't have to worry about being around other people.

· If you watch a movie at home, you have the option（选择）on the volume, you can have it loud or quiet, or using headphones would be possible. Having the lights off or low is your choice or you can have bright light, every consideration is up to you to make the experience of movie watching enjoyable. You will have the place to yourself and eat a pizza while you are enjoying the movie.

· Theatres do not guarantee quality. The sound systems of theatres are often very good. But, then again, they can be set so loud that they are painful.

· There's something magical about the movie theatre. Once the curtain rises and the lights dim, the collective masses of movie-goers stop talking, rush to their seats, and cast their eyes upon the giant screen. Then, when a stream of projector light hits the screen's silver surface, everyone in the theatre is transported to another world.

· There's really no comparison between watching a movie at the theatre and watching it at home. One feels more like an experience while the other is more like a pastime. The movie theatre experience allows one to escape from the burden of life for a few hours.

· Finally, movie theatres are constantly evolving（逐步发展的）. Whether it's 3D, digital film, or IMAX, movie theatres keep up with the times and offer the latest and greatest entertainment technology.

· Movies are magic. A good film will always transport you to another place, time or setting. And it is there you live the life of the characters. At home, you can look around and realize you're still at home; at the movie theatre, you are somewhere else beyond the theatre, beyond reality.

· When you watch a powerful, breathtaking movie at the theatre, you share the experience with a few hundred other people. As you're leaving the theatre, do you steal glances at（偷看）your theatre-mates? Don't you sometimes want to smile at a random stranger and say, "Wow. Pretty awesome（非常好）, huh?" It's good to share experiences with your fellow men and women. It keeps us from becoming too isolated in our lives.

Day 2　真题话题：一类电视节目／一个网站

一　话题破解

二　真题范例

第一阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：When do you watch TV?

考生A：I seldom watch TV. In my spare time I browse the Internet for amusement or chat with friends online.

考生B：I usually watch TV after supper when I want to have a relaxing moment without too much thinking.





2　考官：Which type of TV programme do you enjoy?

考生A：I pay a lot of attention to news programmes, which offer me updated（及时的）information on what's going on in the world.

考生B：TV series are my favourite, especially the South Korean soap operas（肥皂剧）. They have carefree（快乐舒畅的）stories and witty（机智诙谐的）lines. They are so appealing（吸引人的）that I even feel lost when I finish a whole story. But I have to admit that they occupy a lot of my spare time.

考生C: I am not interested in a certain programme. I watch TV just for relaxation. I often flip（浏览）from one channel to another without a particular aim. I'd like to say the remote control is a really great invention
 .

3　考官：Do you prefer to watch sports events on TV or on the spot?

考生A：Well, I definitely prefer to watch them on the spot to experience the authentic feeling, which you cannot find in front of the TV set.

考生B：I prefer to watch them on TV. Although not as authentic as on the spot, it's more comfortable and easy. Besides, you can get a better view of the performance because of the action replay（动作回放）and slow motion（慢动作）on TV.





4　考官：Do many people listen to the radio nowadays?

考生A：I don't think so. With the appearance of diverse media like TV or the Internet, the radio has become a bit out of place（不协调）. I know many young people don't even have a radio at all.

考生B：Although not as popular as TV or the Internet, the radio still has its place in people's lives
 because it is more available（容易得到的）and affordable, especially to people in rural areas.

5　考官：Do you think the radio will be replaced by other media like TV or the Internet?

考生A：I don't think so. To those who live in rural areas, the radio plays an important role as a form of entertainment and communication. In cities, drivers learn about the traffic situation from radio broadcasts.

At the beginning of the programme they will introduce five participants and then ask them a question. The person who first answers the question correctly will be given an opportunity to take the quiz. The quiz is divided into three or four stages. In each stage you will get a prize. The prizes are decided by the participants, e.g. a computer, laptop, digital video camera, or a free package holiday, you know things like that.

The most interesting part of the programme is2
 the way the hostess asks these questions. For example, after you have given an answer she will ask whether you are sure or not about the answer, and the person starts getting confused（迷惑的）and may change his or her right answer to a wrong one. Through this analogy（类比）, the author illustrates the common reactions that people experience as they face unexpected changes in their lives and provides some timeless truths on how to be an overcomer.

The beauty of this book lies in its simplicity（简单）2
 . The use of mice and little people makes the book childlike and that's what the author wants. Become a child when you read this book because only as a child will you have an open mind.

The most valuable part of the book is that, I think, it attempts to pose and to answer various questions. Which of the mice or little people are you similar to? How do you manage changes? Are you ready for changes? What would you do if your cheese was moved? And the most important question: Are you ready for the day when your cheese is moved?

The book made me think a lot. After all, in this world, nothing is certain but death, taxes and change.

Traditional Chinese Furniture

（中国传统的家具）

Ming furniture creates simple, smooth, and flowing lines, and plain and elegant ornamentation, fully bringing out the special qualities of frame-structure furniture. Influenced by China's early foreign trade and advanced craftsmanship techniques, the furniture of the Qing Dynasty period turned to rich and intricate ornamentation, along with coordinated engraved designs. Because of the high level of development of Chinese furniture in the Ming and Qing dynasties, most Chinese furniture design today follows in the tradition of pieces from these two periods.

As in traditional Chinese architecture, wood is the major material used in the manufacture of furniture. This was in response both to needs arising from Chinese lifestyles, and to China's rich forest resources. The two main types are lacquered furniture and hardwood furniture. Lacquered furniture was commonly used in palaces, temples, and in the homes of the wealthy. Hardwood furniture was frequently found in the homes of the wealthy, but was even more common in the homes of nobles and officials. Woods employed include red sandalwood, pearwood, padauk, ebony, and nanmu. Of these, red sandalwood is the most highly valued material in furniture making; it is dense, hard, and resistant to decay.

Bamboo and rattan（藤条）furniture also have a long history. Bamboo is a product unique to Asia, and is an especially developed industry in hot and sunny Taiwan of China. Simple and ingenious techniques are used to make clever and useful products that can be "knocked down", and modular pieces that can be used together or separately. Bamboo may be used in combination with other materials, such as wood, rattan, metal, and ceramic tile, in endless variation. Much bamboo and rattan furniture is exported to Europe and the United States, where it enjoys great popularity.

The Chinese are fond of furniture with inlaid and carved work. In addition to shells and enamel chips, brilliant, colourful, and artistically grained jade, stones, ivory（and other animal teeth）, horn, agate, and amber are used for inlaid designs. Marble, for example, is a stone often used for inlaid work; colourful ceramic plates are also a popular material for ornamentation. Another elegant technique used since ancient times is the inlaying of different kinds and colours of woods in a single piece. The methods of carving include relief carving, negative engraving, and free-style carving. Common subjects for furniture carving are flowers; dragons and phoenixes; the Qi-lin, a Chinese mythical beast; and stylised cloud and leaf patterns.

Traditional Chinese furniture is generally arranged in symmetrical suites or sets. These are, however, supplemented with other more flexible arrangements to prevent the room from having too staid an atmosphere. For example, paintings or examples of calligraphy might be hung on the wall; ceramic, enamel or other knickknacks might be placed in an antique display cabinet; or flower arrangements made of jade or stone might top a square occasional table. Any or all of these can add splashes of colour and elegant form to the room. These delicate additions set off the heavy furniture to give a rich composite effect.

In spring, various-styled kites can be seen in the sky. Making and flying kites reflects the pleasing mood of the spring.

The delicate procedure of making a kite can be divided into three parts. Firstly, pare and flex bamboo into thin strips（枝条）for the frame. Kites can have shapes as diverse as that of a dragonfly, swallow or butterfly. The second step is the covering of the frame. This is normally done with paper, sometimes with silk. Silk kites are more durable and generally of higher artistic value. Finally, decorate the kites with colourful paintings.

In the past it was believed that flying a kite and then letting it go might send off one's bad luck and illness. Nowadays flying kites is seen as a healthy and beneficial outdoor activity. It's a delightful thing to enjoy the fresh air and watch the floating kite in the sky1
 .

 . When wearing it, I should pay attention to the match as a whole—the hairstyle, jewelry, socks and shoes I wear should match it properly in colour and design.

On the whole I like the costume. It can display Chinese women's modesty, softness and beauty. It also reflects the high level of our traditional craft and culture of our country.

My favourite jewelry in my jewelry box is a pair of jade bracelets. They were handed down from my grandmother.

The bracelets are made of hard jade, called "feicui" in Chinese, a kind of beautiful and valuable stone. They are bright in colour and luster, revealing the good quality. And the polish and brilliance reflect the delicate craft. When one of them strikes the other, they give forth a pure and prolonged（悠长的）sound like pleasant music. Although not custom-made for me, they interestingly fit on my wrist, neither tight nor loose. I sometimes wear them to match my formal dress. They look nostalgic yet classy.

I love the bracelets not only because of their beauty, but also, more importantly, their culture and meaning. The history of jade is almost as long as the Chinese civilisation. For our ancestors, the jade's perfect compactness and extreme hardness represent the sureness of intelligence; its colour represents loyalty; its interior flaws（瑕疵）, always showing themselves through the transparency, call to mind sincerity. Although more expensive, diamonds and gold cannot be compared with jade—jade is animated with a soul, as the Chinese saying goes: "Gold has a value; jade is invaluable."

In ancient time jade bracelets were often sent to fiancées as engagement gifts. They stand for beauty, grace and purity.

1　考官：What is the primary factor that influences your selection of clothes?

考生A：I think the style is what I care about most. My clothes should be suitable for me and reflect my taste and personality.

考生B：I think the function is the most essential. Clothes must be useful in the first place. I don't buy clothes just for fashion. I don't like to turn my wardrobe（衣柜）into a warehouse（仓库）.





2　考官：Why do many young people try to look different?

考生A：I think that's because young people are more liberal-minded（思想自由的）, and they are keen on new trends. Most young people are fashion-conscious. But sometimes it is superficial and shallow if one pays too much attention to appearance and deliberately makes oneself different.

考生A：I think men consider more the function and fabric of the clothes, while women pay more attention to style and colour. Men usually don't buy many pieces of clothing unless they need them, but women are easily attracted by sales.





4　考官：What are the differences between the young and the old in choosing clothes?

考生A：Young people enjoy fashionable clothes, and like keeping the pace of trends（跟随潮流）. Compared with the young, old people prefer to wear traditional and comfortable clothes, and they don't spend much on clothes.





5　考官：What do you think of fashion? Do you like following fashion?

考生A：Fashion is becoming an industry, I think. There are more glossy magazines（时尚杂志）and shows on fashion. Personally, I don't care for fashion very much. It is always changing. One cannot follow fashion all the time. When I choose clothes, what I care about is whether their styles and colours are suitable for me. It doesn't matter whether they are in fashion.

考生B：Yes, I really do. I like following fashion. Fashion is a symbol of being modern and trendy. I enjoy the feeling of keeping up with the trends. I feel confident and different from others when I'm in fashionable clothes.





6　考官：What do you think decides fashion or what's in?

考生A：At first, I think it's fashion designers who greatly influence what direction fashion will go. They are leaders of the fashion industry. And then celebrities take on the roles of spreading the fashion. They appear in the media and spur（鼓舞）the buying public into accepting emerging trends. But ultimately, it is individuals, the customers, who will decide what is "in" when they choose whether or not to buy into a trend.





7　考官：What are the differences between clothes people wear nowadays and 20 years ago?

考生A：As I said just now, the clothes people wear nowadays are more colourful and more free-styled. People are not content to wear the same clothes as others. People's style of dressing has become more individual. But 20 years ago, all people's clothes looked the same in style and colour. There were fewer clothes stores, too.





8　考官：Do you think clothes are important for people?

考生A：Yes, I think so. Although we cannot judge a person by his or her appearance, a properly dressed person will surely leave a good impression on us. A person's appearance does say plenty about him. It tells us a lot about his personality, education, taste and judgment. And I think wearing the wrong clothes to the wrong occasion is embarrassing（令人尴尬的）.

考生B：No, I don't think so. I believe personal beauty is not just a matter of good looks or well-chosen clothes. Inner beauty is more important than appearance（心灵美比外表美更重要）.





9　考官：Do you think men care more about women's appearance than women do about men's?

考生A：Yes, I think so. For women, a man's intelligence or ability is more important than his appearance. In reality women would not admire a man just because he is handsome. But for men, things are quite different. On whatever occasion, a pretty woman will immediately attract men's attentions. It seems that girls with an attractive appearance tend to get more chances.





10　考官：What clothes do you think can make a woman more attractive?

考生A：I think it depends on individuals. One sexy dress may make a party hostess or a movie star eye-catching（引人注目的）, but if an ordinary woman wears it, it probably looks improper and not pretty at all. In my opinion each woman has her own best side if she's properly dressed according to her temperament. It's not a good idea to copy others' dressing style. The most important thing is to find out what suits you best.

The focus of the photo is an old wooden bridge over a stream. The sturdy（结实的）rail tells a long history. An old bicycle stops casually at one side of the bridge, showing the peaceful and serene（平和的）life of indigenous people. Another stone arch bridge can be seen in the depth of field. Along both sides of the stream stand well-decorated buildings.

The photo is the best epitome（写照）of the Old Town of Lijiang. Water is just like its blood, flowing past every house and every street in the town. There are almost 350 varied and inimitable bridges in the little town. The one in my photo was built in the Qing Dynasty.

The buildings on each side of the stream are some handicraft shops and elegant cafés. They incorporate（结合）the best parts of the architectural traits of ethnic groups of Han, Bai, and Tibet into the unique Naxi style. Naxi people pay much attention to the decoration. The spacious and practical houses are mostly timber and tile structure. Each has engraved vivid figures of people and animals on doors and windows. The lane between the houses and stream is narrow and winding. They are paved with the local bluestones which are neither muddy in the rainy season nor dusty in the dry season. The massive and fine-grained stones2
 add a sense of antiquity and mystery to the Old Town.

1　考官：Do you think photos are important in people's lives?

考生A：Yes, photos play an extremely important role in our lives today. They're used in advertising, magazines, newspapers, science and research, and even in people's own work. This medium is much more than point and shoot. The photo allows us to archive（记录，存档）the moments and people in our lives.





2　考官：How useful do you think photos are in advertising?

考生A：Photos can illustrate and highlight advertisements, making them more impressive and striking（打动人的）. When people choose goods, they tend to be attracted by the advertisements with glossy photos.





3　考官：What is the function of news photos?

考生A：The photos taken by professional photographers（专业摄影者）look definitely more artistic. They can be used in newspapers, magazines or displays. The photos by amateur photographers（业余摄影者）, however, are just a record of personal memories to share with friends and family members.





6　考官：What kind of camera do you usually use?

考生A：I used to have a point-and-shoot（傻瓜相机）with flash and auto focus（自动聚集）. It's very convenient to use. At present, I've got a more advanced digital camera. I also have a cell phone with a built-in（内置）camera.

考生A：Well, the changes that digital photography has brought along are immense. Professional photographers used to take photos only if they were sure it was a good shot（一张照片）. Giraffes are the most interesting animals I have ever seen. They are one of the world's tallest mammals. Male giraffes can stand up to 19 feet tall. They are well known for their long necks, long legs, and spotted patterns（图案）. Giraffes have small "horns" or knobs on the top of their heads that grow to be about five inches long. These knobs are used to protect their heads in fights.

Giraffes can be found in central, eastern and southern Africa. They usually live in Africa, where they roam freely among the tall trees, arid land, dense forests and open plains. The long necks help giraffes eat leaves on tall trees, typically acacia trees. If they need to, giraffes can go for several days without drinking water. Instead of drinking, giraffes stay hydrated by the moisture from leaves. Giraffes are social animals（群居动物）. They travel in large herds（群）that are not organised in any way.

Like other wild animals, giraffes are facing threats from human beings. They are hunted for their meat, hide（兽皮）and tails. The tail is prized for good luck bracelets. Fortunately, the government has enacted laws（通过法案）to protect them. The poachers will be punished severely and several nature reserves（自然保护区）have been established to protect their habitat.

Dolphins have a universal appeal, symbolising freedom, joy, grace and serenity. They uplift the spirits of people all around the world.

Dolphins are mammals（哺乳动物）, not fish. They are warm-blooded like man. They are highly sociable animals, living in pods which are fairly fluid.

Dolphins' skin is completely smooth, allowing them to move easily through the water, and also reduce heat loss. Their bodies are very streamlined（流线的）so they may swim at high speed through the water. Dolphins have powerful tails which also help them swim fast. They also use their tails when hunting, hitting a fleeing fish up into the air.

The most interesting thing about dolphins is that they must shut down only half of their brains when they sleep as their breath is under voluntary（主动的）control. Dolphins take short cat-naps, floating just below the surface, and then slowly rise to breathe.

We all love to see dolphins by visiting an aquarium. However, in the past many of these dolphins were mostly violently captured from the wild and forced to live in small barren tanks. Nowadays, things are thankfully not as bleak. In many countries it is now illegal to catch or import any more dolphins for captivity, and standards of care and housing are high. We look to a future of coastal marine reserves rather than concrete tanks. We could observe the dolphins in their natural environment.

The Summer Palace was first built in 1153 and opened to the public in 1924. It was included in the UNESCO World Heritage List（世界遗产名录）in 1998. It is China's leading classical garden and enjoys a worldwide reputation. The garden is quite big and a whole day is needed to view it in detail.

One of the most famous views in the garden is Kunming Lake. I was amazed at first sight by the vast expanse of water. The lake, with an exquisite（精致的）building in the middle, takes up three quarters of the garden. The groups of buildings, hills and lakes, together with the background of the Western Hills, give an ever changing（不断变化的）scene.

Another fantastic view of the garden is1
 Longevity Hill. The Rear-Hill and Back-Lake Area are what I like best. Although there are few constructions there, it has a unique landscape, with dense green trees and winding paths. You can feel a rare tranquility（宁静）and elegance there.

My friend told me the garden has a distinctive flavour on snowy days. I hope I have a chance to visit it on a snowy winter day.

The most interesting park I ever visited is Beijing Wildlife Park. Situated 35 miles from the city centre, it is so far the largest wildlife theme park in Beijing. The visit is an amazing experience for an animal lover like me.

The tour is the most hands-on（亲身实践的）wildlife experience. Unlike in zoos, most of the animals there are kept in semi-liberty, and the park provides well-managed outdoor recreation with beautiful scenery and easy-to-observe wildlife.

The bird enclosure is also one of the attractions in the park, where visitors can take pictures with colourful parrots and watch a peacock display.

The lake is located in the southern part of the Yangtze River Delta（三角洲）. It is the third largest freshwater lake in China. It is famed for（因……而闻名）its hills and splendid man-made scenery.

Taihu Lake is just like a bright pearl set in the Yangtze River delta. The islets（小岛）of different sizes along the lake combine to form a panorama（全景）of great natural beauty. I think the best place to view the beautiful lake is on the Turtle Head Islet. Turtle Head Islet is an islet stretching into the lake, the shape of which is really like the head of a turtle protruding from the water.

Taihu Lake and the surrounding magnificence bewitched my eyes when I climbed onto Turtle Head. When the soft breezes blew, waves roll and the hills in the distance looked like an overlapping landscape painting1
 . The scene was really captivating. Turtle Head Islet Park is mainly made of the natural landscape. Flowers and trees can be seen everywhere. Various kinds of architecture are strategically placed among the trees and shrubs. All conspire（协力）to make the park graceful and elegant.

Taihu Lake is an abundant source of fish. I tasted the famous delicious food known as "Taihu Lake Three Whites", including white shrimp, whitebait and white fish. The feast was prepared in the boat floating on the placid waters of the lake. It was very well worth a visit.

In the last few years officials and celebrities have come here to establish mansions or temples, which added much cultural colour to this place. On the bank of the lake, a lot of bars and cafés have appeared recently. Now it has become a place with a mixture of traditional culture and modern taste3

On top of that, knowing that you were under water listening to the concert made the experience more thrilling.

考生A：I think there is no need to build such high buildings. At first, the construction cost is very high. And the power consumption（能量消耗）is also high. Besides, high buildings or skyscrapers are vulnerable to earthquakes and other emergencies. Lastly, high buildings take the place of some old buildings and make the city a concrete forest（混凝土森林）.

考生B：I think it's a good change that we have more skyscrapers in cities. They have become the landmark of a city（城市的地标）and the symbol of a fast- increasing economy. · Describe a piece of good advice you accepted;

· Describe a three-day holiday;

· Describe a piece of interesting news that impressed you;

· Describe a positive change in your life;

· Describe a special dinner you had;

It was fascinating waking up on a moving train knowing that the next stop I got off at was going to present me with a whole new country with many surprises. It was a unique experience.

第三阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：Where do you want to travel in the future?

考生A：I hope to have an exotic tour（异国游）in the near future to experience different cultures and customs. One of my dream destinations is Egypt. The country appeals to me because of her long and mysterious history, splendid culture and unique landscapes.

考生B：I have an ambitious wish to travel to the moon in the future. I don't think it unrealistic because the development of space technology makes it possible for ordinary people to travel in space.





2　考官：What changes will happen in the ways of travelling in the future?

考生A：I believe the ways of travelling will be more diverse in the future. As well as the traditional forms, there will be more customised transport forms for travellers to choose from. They can not only meet the travellers' demands for high speed, but provide more comfortable and individual ways of travelling.





3　考官：Did the generation of your parents enjoy travelling when they were your age?

考生A：I suppose they also fancied travelling to strange places and exploring unknown things just like the young today. But due to their low budget and inconvenient transportation, they were not likely to travel as frequently and widely as today's young people.

考生B：Well, frankly speaking, I never think about the issue. I guess they were not so craving for travel as today's young people because they were exposed to less temptation and encouragement from the media or friends.

在准备这些具有浓厚文化特征的话题时，考生首先应充分准备相关词汇与表达法。另外，在一些较难的话题上，可以巧妙地换一个角度去叙述，或者干脆少涉及。毕竟，我们很难在短短几分钟内让一个外国人完全了解一些他从来没有经历过或无法想象的东西。文化的相互交流和理解需要时间，在考场上，我们就尽量化繁为简吧！

二　真题范例

第一阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：How often do you eat at a restaurant?

考生A：I have at least one meal at a restaurant each day. It may be a fast-food restaurant or a snack bar（小吃店）. I spend a sizeable part of the day away from home so it's inevitable（不可避免的）to eat out as well.

考生B：I seldom eat at a restaurant. I eat lunch in the cafeteria（自助餐厅）in our office block（办公大楼）and cook supper at home.





2　考官：Do you enjoy cooking?

考生A：Yes. It's certainly enjoyable to do cooking at home. I enjoy the feeling of creating something. Plus, it's more hygienic（卫生的）to cook at home than to eat out.

考生B：No, I have no interest in cooking at all. I don't want to spend my leisure time in the kitchen and my cooking skill is very limited. Now that the restaurants provide a rich variety of foods, I'd rather take advantage of them.





3　考官：Which type of food do you like best?

考生A：Fresh vegetables and fruits are my favourites. But it doesn't mean I am a vegetarian. I just keep a regular intake of them daily.

考生B：Seafood is my favourite, especially shrimps（虾）. As well as the delicious taste, they are low in calories and fat. They are natural health food.

考生C: I love anything spicy（辛辣的）, from curry beef to Sichuan hot pot（四川火锅）. They are appetising（开胃的）.





4　考官：Do you think there are any changes in the restaurants nowadays compared with before?

考生A：Yes. Today's restaurants have become more individual in decoration and menu. When I was a child, the restaurants resembled each other, but nowadays we have different style restaurants with ethnic or foreign cuisine（外国菜）.

考生B：Yes, there are more restaurants with exotic flavours nowadays. In Beijing, you can find Thai restaurants, Japanese restaurants, and western-style restaurants. They provide a rich variety of food for us.





5　考官：Do the Chinese often go to the restaurants?

考生A：Yes. I think today's Chinese people eat out more often than before, especially the young generation. With a sizeable part of the day away from home, it's inevitable to eat at the restaurants.

考生B：Well, it depends. For the middle-class families, it's very common to eat at the restaurants for convenience. But for most lower-class families and workers, frequent eating out is unaffordable（负担不起的）.

It was really a neatly crafted wedding. In my opinion, a wedding is a wonderful occasion. It is an important ritual（仪式）filled with hopes, dreams and excitement.

第三阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：Are there any changes in the eating habits of Chinese people?

考生A：Yes. The eating habits of the Chinese people has changed a lot recently. At first, we pay more attention to having a healthy diet（健康食品）. The quality but not the quantity has become people's concern. Besides, with the popularity of international fast-food chains and restaurants, people eat out more frequently than before.

考生B：No. I don't think so. I don't think there is a significant change in Chinese people's eating habits. Rice and wheat-based products are still the main food of most Chinese people. We adhere to the typical traditional food on special festivals, such as jiaozi（dumplings）for the Spring Festival（春节）and zongzi for the Dragon Boat Festival（端午节）.





2　考官：What will people's eating habits be like in the future?

考生A：I suppose people will put more emphasis on a healthy diet. Most people will go for a healthier diet with sufficient nutrients such as vitamins, fibres（纤维）and minerals. Fast food high in fat and calories will be cast off（丢弃）slowly.

考生B：I suppose people will tend to eat out much more often in the future. One reason is the pace of people's life will grow faster and faster, and cooking at home will become "mission impossible" for many people. It's also because today's young people are less self-sufficient and lack necessary cooking skills.

· A common problem with eating out is a greater temptation（诱惑）to eat more than one would at home. Large extra-value portion sizes can seem tempting because of cost savings.

· Conversations during the meal provide opportunities for the family to bond, plan, connect, and learn from one another.

· Family meals foster（培养）warmth, security and love, as well as feelings of belongings. It can be a unifying experience for all.

· Family mealtimes are the perfect opportunity to display appropriate table manners and meal etiquette.

· Meals prepared and eaten at home are usually more nutritious（有营养的）and healthy. They contain more fruit, vegetables, and dairy products along with additional nutrients.

· Meals purchased away from home cost two to four times more than meals prepared at home.

范例1

The most impressive advertisement I ever saw was an online touring advertisement of Australia. It was the slogan that struck me at first sight: "Where the bloody hell are you?" When I followed the link, I found it rather creative and not as offensive as it appeared to be.

It was a series of scenes about Australia. The first one is a punter in a remote outback（内地）pub, who stands at the bar and says, "We've bought you a beer." and turns to face the smiling female bartender. Then a camel train walks down the beach with the sunset in the background. A woman says, "And we've had the camels shampooed." Next you can see bare legs swish through the surf. A woman in a bikini top tells you, "We've saved you a spot on the beach." And a boy with sunscreen on his face dives into the pool and emerges to say, "And we've got the sharks out of the pool." In the next scenes you can see kangaroos, a yellow seaplane and a dazzling fireworks display that arouse your endless longing. And then suddenly, I think like most overseas viewers, I was stunned by the aboriginal（澳洲土著的）girl in a bikini when she says, "So where the bloody hell are you?"

I think it's an entertaining way to showcase（展现）everything that Australia has to offer the vacationers. As for "bloody hell", I suppose it has something to do with the bold and direct nature of the Australian culture. It's really an impressive and seductive advertisement, at least to me.

范例2

Recently I saw a non-profit TV advertisement which impressed me deeply. The campaign was launched by the environmental protection group WildAid. The ad. features Yao Ming, the former NBA star, who jumps up from a basketball court to block a bullet fired at an elephant. The clever concept and perfect animation1
 gives the ad. a lot of impact.

The ad. appeals to me not only for this frame, but for the intension behind it2
 . In the campaign organised by the London-based conservation group, Yao, together with the Olympic gold medal winning gymnast Li Ning, and musician Liu Huan, signed a petition for wildlife protection. At the news conference, Yao said, "Endangered species are our friends. For the sake of our future, please join us in protecting the endangered wildlife." He also pledged（呼吁）to give up eating shark's fin soup, a Chinese delicacy.

I learned from the relevant report that some 100 million sharks are caught each year and over 10,000 tonnes of shark fins are traded annually. It results in 110 species of sharks being endangered.

We know that China is the world's biggest importer of shark's fins. As an adored celebrity, Yao's action undoubtedly conveys a positive message, and arouses the public's awareness of wildlife protection.

考生A：Apart from TV and radio commercials, other forms of media advertising can be seen everywhere, such as print advertising on newspapers and magazines, and electronic advertising online. In addition, outdoor advertising is very popular nowadays especially in big cities, like platform advertising, neon light advertising and advertising on vehicles.





2　考官：What are the benefits of advertisements?

考生A：For manufacturers, advertisements allow them to reach a large number of potential buyers, and can be especially effective when targeted to people that have a need for the product. For consumers, advertisements provide information that help them make an informed buying decision. For a city as a whole, I think the out-of-home advertisements like posters and neon light advertisements add dynamic and vital scenes.





3　考官：What are the negative sides of advertisements?

考生A：Today's advertisements surround us wherever we go. They are intruders and disturb our peaceful life. Besides, the prevailing advertisements arouse our purchasing desire and create a materialist（物质主义）atmosphere.





4　考官：What influences do commercials pose on teens?

考生A：I think TV commercials pose lots of negative influences on teens. Some commercials promote fatty foods while at the same time tell people they need to lose weight and be thin, which makes teens form an unhealthy life habit. Some commercials send the message that smoking and drinking make a person sexy or cool and that "everyone does it". They sway（使动摇）teens to smoke and drink.





5　考官：What measures should the government take to monitor advertisements?

考生A：I think the government should ban alcohol and tobacco advertising. Besides, the commercials with the scenes of violence and naked bodies should be restricted. Misleading or even deceiving（欺骗性的）advertisements should be punished heavily.





6　考官：What advertisements are popular in China?

考生A：The advertisements on cars are more popular in China nowadays. With more individuals owning a car, car manufacturers are eager to induce new buyers. Car advertisements can be seen at subway platforms, on posters and various media.





7　考官：What do you think of celebrity endorsement（名人广告）for a certain product?

考生A：The advertisements for cars are more popular in China nowadays. I think it is a common phenomenon. Advertising is part of the celebrities' job and they have the rights to advertise for a certain product. Personally, however, I will not be lured by a product just because it is advertised by a star.

考生B：I think celebrities shouldn't advertise for a certain product unless they know clearly its functions and features. The celebrities, especially popular movie or sports stars have more rallying points（号召力）than ordinary people and their behaviour is more likely to be imitated by their fans, so they should be responsible for what they say and do.

范例1

I guess the most important choice I made was to study abroad（留学）. I made the choice last year, when I just graduated from university. I faced a fork（叉路）in my future way: to pursue my postgraduate study abroad or to start a decent job like most of my classmates.

Actually, it had been my dream to further my study in Britain or Australia. But I had received at least two offers from different companies with whom I interviewed, which was really hard-won（很难获得的）in such a competitive job hunting market. It was really a tough choice（艰难的选择）, so I asked my parents and friends for their advice. Unsurprisingly, most of them talked me into getting a job. Studying abroad, they said, would take lots of time and money. In addition, it was unpredictable whether I would get such a good job even if I returned with a master's degree（硕士学位）.

What they said seemed reasonable, but to my mind, the experience of improving myself mattered more. I didn't want to be stuck in a nine-to-five grind（朝九晚五的枯燥生活）at such an early age. What's more, I had prepared for studying abroad for over one year, learning English and taking classes on relevant subjects. There was no reason to give up my dream. After some sound consideration, I made my choice to further my study. Although it's still hard to say whether it was a good choice or not, I feel pleased that I held onto（坚持）my wish.

范例2

One of the positive changes in my life happened at the beginning of this year1
 , after I made the new year's resolutions. We know it's a great idea to2
 use the transition（更替，过渡）to the new year as a trigger for personal renewal（更新）. Yet the pattern for most of us is weak: the initial enthusiasm fades with the old year and excuses quickly replace any real change. For this year, I decided to make just one realistic change in my life—to do more reading.

At first, I set myself specific goals rather than general ones. I wrote them down on a piece of paper and posted it on my living room wall: Switch off the TV half an hour earlier than usual and do reading; Take a book with me whenever I take the bus or subway; Visit the bookstore every Saturday. I also carried a copy with me in my purse so the reminder is always close by. After doing all these, I told my colleagues and my best friends about my plan. I thought if I made my intentions public, it would be much more difficult to break them.

At the end of the first month4
 , I checked my progress. I was amazed to find the results were even beyond my expectations. I finished two books which I bought years ago. I visited the bookstore four times and bought three books. Using the travel time I nearly finished one of them.

I've stuck to the habit of reading till now. I think it is the most positive change in my life.

关于“建议”这个话题，考生首先可以联系自己的学习和工作，描述老师或同事给你的有益建议；也可以联系业余爱好，叙述教练给你的学习某种技能（如开车、游泳等）的建议。

范例1

The best advice I've received was from my boss: be careful of what you criticise（批评）because you never know whose baby it is. I got it 5 years ago, when I had just entered workforce（进入劳动力市场）. I was confident and ambitious at that age of being a know-it-all（无所不知的）.

I was involved in producing an industrial show. I was responsible for scripting the show. The producer was a woman I despised for a variety of reasons—her hairstyle, her dresses, and her belief that the quickest way to the top was on her back, which was a practice she indulged at every opportunity.

One day she handed me a poor piece of work and asked me to incorporate it into the show book. I read it, and went to tell my boss just how bad it was. He listened patiently for fifteen minutes as I tore her hallowed（神圣的）words to pieces. Then he said, "Miss Zhang didn't do it. I wrote that piece. Be careful of what you criticise because you never know whose baby it is."

I scurried（疾走）back to my office and hid for two days.

That was the single best piece of advice I ever received regarding producing media of any kind. If you aren't prepared to say it to the producer's face, don't say it.

That was the best advice I've received in my life.

Mother was right, as I discovered it after graduating from college with a degree in Mass Media. I had decided to try for a job in a magazine, then work my way up to sports editor. I went to Beijing and submitted my CV to no fewer than 10 popular magazine publishing houses—and got turned down every time. In one publishing house, a kind lady told me that big magazines couldn't risk hiring an inexperienced person. "Go and find a small publishing house that'll give you a chance," she said.

But I was rejected even in small publishing houses. As I left the last office I visited that day, my frustration（沮丧）boiled over. I asked aloud, "How can a fellow get to be a sports editor if he can' t get a job in a publishing house!" I was waiting for the elevator when I heard the director calling, "What was that you said about sports?"

"Do you know anything about football?" Then he offered me a piece of paper and asked me to write a comment on an imaginary game. After he read what I had written, he allowed me a probation（试用）period of three months.

On my way home, as I have many times since, I thought of my mother's words: "If you carry on, one day something good will happen. Something wouldn't happen if not for that previous disappointment."

第三阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：What advice do parents usually give to their children?

考生A：Advice on choosing college majors and careers is what parents give most to their children. At such turning points（关键时刻）of decision making, parents always give their advice according to their experience.





2　考官：Who else often gives advice to young people besides parents?

考生A：School teachers and college tutors are obviously the next important advisers for many young people. They give students advice on how to select courses, how to accomplish assignments, and how to combine study with a degree.

考生B：It seems that society is packed with advisers nowadays. Celebrities advise the brand of cosmetics（化妆品）, suits and medicines in advertising; specialists write books on how to be a specialist; successful enterprisers tell you how to succeed. Frankly speaking, I despise（藐视）this kind of advice.





3　考官：Whose advice would you accept?

考生A：Besides parents and teachers, I take advice from some people although I don't know them personally. They're not strangers, but they are individuals I've never met. What gives them credibility（可靠性）are their experiences and insights. These people include authors, leaders and speakers. Their public record of accomplishment（成就）gives them credibility, and their advice may not have been given specifically for me, but I can still learn from it by watching, listening to and reading those people.





4　考官：Do you think young people should take the advice given by others?

考生A：Yes, I think so. I think there is no bad advice, just people who are bad at sifting（筛分）advice. Teachers and parents can always give young people some practical advice based on their rich experiences. And even if you are surrounded by friends who are as lost as you are, you still might find them useful. Friends can be a great resource. Sometimes just hearing yourself talk it out with friends is helpful.

考生B：No, I don't think so. Personally, I will take any advice with a grain of salt（有保留地）. Each person has their own perspective, including parents. You need to know your own values to figure out how each person's input applies to your situation.





5　考官：What's your opinion on the advice given by specialists or celebrities in some fields?

考生A：The advice given by specialists is useful to some extent（某种程度上）, but I think we still have to assess the advice and reach a decision, using our own rational thought process. The advice may be sound（合理的）or may be misleading and we have to "ponder on（考虑）" what they say.

考生B：I think one should be selective in seeking advice and that applies to whether it is a celebrity or a so-called expert. Personally I wouldn't follow the advice that celebrities give me because they are generally paid to give the advice. But the sad fact is that most children would do.





6　考官：Do you think our society needs advice from specialists?

考生A：Yes, I think so. There are times when we all need to seek advice from someone who knows more about a subject than ourselves—a doctor, a bank manager, a tradesman, etc. After all, it is impossible for us to be a know-it-all, and advice from specialists helps us to avoid mistakes.

考生B：No, not at all. Today's society is dominated by the so-called special knowledge. It governs most of the world and actually shapes how we think, and what we do and what we buy. We need to think for ourselves rather than follow specialists' advice.





7　考官：Which one do you think is more important, the advice or practical training?

考生A：In my opinion, the advice, especially that from professional advisers, is more helpful. One cannot get training in all fields and one's wisdom and perspective is limited. It's beneficial to gain experience from others' advice.

考生B：Well, I think it's hard to compare them. One should combine both to reach his own opinion.





8　考官：Do you think it is necessary for advisers like doctors or teachers to take relevant training?

考生A：Yes. I think it is necessary for professional advisers to take training on giving advice. Besides the advice itself they give, they should master the skills on how to give the advice technically and persuasively.

人物类话题

——考官乐此不疲的话题

人物类话题

人物类话题曾经是雅思口语考试最偏爱的考题，因为这类话题容易展开，给予考生一定发挥空间的同时，也能够考查考生基本的叙述能力，包括描述人物的外貌或讲述一件与人物有关的事件等。最近这类话题的新趋势是从描述熟悉的人物，如一名家庭成员、老师或邻居等，发展到了描述一位有特定性格或特点的人物，如成功的人或喜欢冒险的人等。但总的来说，人物类话题出现的频率在渐渐降低，而且呈现出与其他话题相结合的趋势。

口语考试中出现过的考题有：

· Describe a teacher;

· Describe a family member;

· Describe a neighbour;

· Describe a person who helped you;

· Describe a friend;

· Describe a child;

· Describe an elderly person;

· Describe a successful person;

· Describe an adventurous person;

· Describe a foreigner you met.

这其中的很多话题，考生都可不必单独准备，只要掌握了描述人物的基本模式和句型，很多话题可以相互替换，如老师和邻居、家庭成员、帮助过你的人等。

Day 22　真题话题：一名家庭成员／一位老人／一个儿童

一　话题破解

描述一名家庭成员是雅思口语考试中最“古老”的话题之一，几乎从雅思考试设立之初就出现了，而且一直沿用至今。这个话题可以与描述老人或小孩的话题结合，侧重描述某个人的性格魅力或对你的影响和帮助。在描述人物性格时，注意避免空洞、抽象的词汇，要有具体的事例说明。对外貌的描述要简洁、明了。

二　真题范例

第一阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：Do you live in a big or small family?

考生A：I live in a small family—that kind of nuclear family（小家庭）with my parents and me. I enjoy the simple family relationship.

考生B：I live in an extended family（大家庭）with my parents and grandparents. It's great to live in a big family. You are surrounded by many members who care about you.





2　考官：Do you think it important for the whole family to live under the same roof?

考生A：Yes, that's for sure. The family members can support one another, trust one another, care for each other when things get tough, and share their resources.

考生B：No, I don't think so. When the young are getting independent and mature, they are eager to move out to lead their own life. They need more space and individuality as well. I think young people should be encouraged to live separately after they are 18.





3　考官：What does family mean to you?

考生A：Family really counts for me（家庭真的对我很重要）. It provides me with a sense of belonging. It gives me identity and provides support and security.





4　考官：Do you think family meals are important?

考生A：Yes, no doubt about that. Eating a dinner together every evening is an opportunity to open the doors of communication. Family members can talk about their problems and get others' advice. Besides, discussion about family affairs can bring the members close together.

考生B：Although family meals provide opportunities for communication, it's difficult to follow the tradition nowadays because of the rapid life pace. I don't think it matters a lot for the whole family to have meals together. Family members can communicate by other means like leaving messages pasted on the fridge or texting cell phone messages.





5　考官：Do you often spend much time with your family?

考生A：Yes. I manage to spend my time after work with my family, preparing dinners, talking about family plans, and playing games. I think a harmonious family relationship is the most valuable property, which requires time and energy to cultivate.

考生B：Although I hope so, I spend little time with my family. I live in the college dormitory and return home twice a month. I usually talk over the phone with my parents and they care about me as much as I do about them.

My mother is a caring boss, a dedicated wife, and to me, a witty teacher and a great mother.

第三阶段　考官的问题和回答范例

1　考官：What's the influence of family on kids?

考生A：Family has a major influence on the formation（形成）of kids' characters and attitudes towards life. Kids learn at home about respecting and caring for others, and taking responsibility, which feeds into their relationships at school, on the sports field, at work and, eventually, into their own families as adults.





2　考官：What are the changes in family structure in China recently?

考生A：The biggest difference, I suppose, lies in the family size. Today's families are getting smaller and smaller. There are fewer families with three generations living under the same roof and young people move out at an early age. DINK families are not uncommon in big cities.

考生B：I think an obvious change is that women's status in the family has increased. Women haven't been confined（限制）to the kitchen and have got more involved in family decisions. In some families, females even become the breadwinner（养家糊口的人）and take a central role in making decisions.





3　考官：Should parents reward kids if they get some achievements?

考生A：Yes, it's beneficial to reward children for their good conducts and achievements. Children will feel encouraged and then become positive and enthusiastic to life.

考生B：I prefer oral praise to material or financial rewards. Parents should breathe into children the idea that they should be responsible for their conduct and not expect awards for their own duty.





4　考官：What is the influence of grandparents on children?

考生A：Although it's difficult for grandparents and children to find the common ground（共同点）, children can still learn a lot from their grandparents. Their wisdom and experience provide rich story resources for children. From them children can learn a lot about his or her family history and tradition.





5　考官：Do you think children should play more outdoor or indoor games?

考生A：In my opinion, outdoor games are more beneficial to children's physical and mental health. Their level of fitness will be enhanced if they often do hiking or jogging outdoors. Besides, outdoor games usually require cooperation within the group or team, which improves children's team spirit and social skills.

考生B：I think children should play indoors because the outside world is not safe anymore. It's full of dangerous strangers, road accidents and unexpected deception（欺骗）. Children should be accompanied by parents or teachers when playing outdoor games.





6　考官：What do you think of children playing electronic games or toys?

考生A：I think electronic games or toys reduce the learning opportunities for children because they require less interactions and involvement. Besides, most of the electronic games are addictive（使人成瘾的）, which induces children to spend too much time on them.





7　考官：What are people's attitudes to elderly people in China?

考生A：It is a traditional moral attitude in China to "respect the elderly and care for the young". In most families, elderly people are highly respected. Although they are not as authoritative as before, their suggestions are still followed in most cases.





8　考官：What are the main problems elderly people face now?

考生A：I think the common problem of elderly people is that they're lonely. With the growing up of the children, many families become "empty nests". That means only old couples live together. They are financially solvent but mentally lonely. Besides, there is little special entertainment for elderly people.





9　考官：What should the government do to improve elderly people's lives?

考生A：I think the government should improve the welfare system to allow more elderly people to enter nursing homes（养老院）or something like this. Thus they can get good care and companionship. Society should be friendlier to elderly people, for example, they should put aside seats particularly for the aged on buses and subways; they should set up separate counters for senior citizens in clothes stores and they should also construct sports facilities for the aged.





10　考官：Do you think it is good for young people to live with their grandparents?

考生A：Yes, I think it is good for both. First, grandparents can get better care at home. They will feel needed and respected with children and grandchildren surrounding them. For young people who live with their grandparents, they can get helpful advice from the elders, which may help them make fewer mistakes in life.

考生B：Personally, I don't like living in an extended family with grandparents. Although every member can get more care from one another, there will be conflicts. Anyway, it's difficult to find the common ground between the young and the elderly. I prefer to live separately but pay frequent visits to them.

考生B：Well, I think it depends on what you define as a "good friend". I think good friends are those to whom you can say "Will you give me a ride out of town with all of my possessions and pets?" or "Can I stay with you for a couple of months?" In this sense, I think I can name only one or two as good friends.

考生A：Honesty is obviously the most important. A good friend should tell frankly your faults and shortcomings and offer sincere advice. You should not pretend between yourselves in front of each other.

1　考官：What are the key qualities a good teacher should possess?

考生A：I think a good teacher should be knowledgeable, especially in the subject he or she teaches. Besides, he or she should know how to communicate with students and understand their demands. A good teacher should be capable of attracting students' attention and inspiring（激发）their interest. Thus, the teaching can be more efficient.

考生B：The most important quality of a good teacher should be upright personality. Teachers' influence on children is even greater than parents. They should be righteous（正直的）at first to be a model in behaviour for children before teaching them knowledge.





2　考官：Do many young people in your country want to be teachers?

考生A：Yes, I think more and more young people would like to choose teaching as a career. It is mainly because the government pays more attention to developing education and improving teachers' positions. Besides, it is a rewarding（有意义的）job. You'll get a sense of achievement when you see your students obtain achievements.





3　考官：What do you think of the educational system in your country?

考生A：In my opinion, it is quite good. We have free nine-year compulsory education（九年义务教育）. After receiving the primary and secondary education, students can choose either to enter technical schools, or go to high schools preparing for an advanced education. Students only learn subjects relevant to exams, and they have few chances to think for themselves. 1　不要说“Good morning, Mr. Robert”。英文中，Mr.，Miss，Mrs.和Ms.只用在姓之前，而Robert是名字。

2　不要在回答中解释自己的姓和名，如“Wang is family name and Jun is my given name.” 因为考官只想核实你的姓名与他的考生名单是否一致，他通常希望很快结束这一部分，因此不要解释与展开。

4．怎么介绍自己的家乡

考官　Where are you from?

一定要✔

尽量给出一个准确的回答，包括城市和省的名称。如“I'm from Chengdu, Sichuan Province.”

加入一点信息会更好，但是尽量用简短的句子来回答。如：

· I'm from Chengdu, the capital of Sichuan Province.

· I'm from Chengdu, Sichuan Province. That's in south-west China.

· I'm from Yangzhou, a small city in Jiangsu Province, by the Yangtze River.

如果你报名表上的地址与你成长之地不同，可以简单解释，这样也显示了你的语言能力，如：

· Well, I grew up in Changchun, Jilin Province, but I've been studying in Beijing for the past four years.

如果你在家乡城市参加考试，这样表达会显得更自然：

· I'm a local person; I'm from here, Beijing.

✕千万别

1　如果你来自北京并且就在北京参加考试，不要说“I'm from Beijing, the capital of China.”所有的考官都知道这一点！这样的回答听起来非常呆板，会让考官认为你在背答案。

2　一定不要说“I came from Shenyang, Liaoning Province.”考官的问题用的是一般现在时，你应该用同样的时态来回答。

· What work/job do you do?

· Why did you choose this job/that kind of work?

· Do you like the job you're doing?

· What part of your work do you like best?

· What's the most difficult part of your job?

· Would you like to change your job?

· Do you think you will continue to do this type of work?

· What are your future work plans?

— I'm a student at Renmin University in Beijing.

— I'm a student, a university student.

— I'm a student, a high school student.

— I was a student but I finished high school last year.

— I'm working. I'm working as an accountant at a joint-venture company（合资公司）.

— I'm working. I'm the sales manager for … Company in Beijing.

— I work. I'm the advertising manager for an IT company.

— Neither. Actually, I just finished high school this year, so strictly speaking, I'm not a student now and I haven't started working yet.

考官　"What subjects are you studying?"

✕千万别

一些考生喜欢回答“P.E.（Physical Education）is my favourite subject.” 但是事实上，体育课是你“做”而非“学”的课程，所以通常不要提这门课。

高分范例回答

— I'm taking five subjects. They are Maths, Chinese, English, Physics and Chemistry.

— Oh, there're so many, say, … among which, my favourite one is Maths. I'm always good at that, but History is my least favourite because I find it quite boring to remember the facts.

8．怎样谈选择专业／工作

考官　"Why did you choose the subject/the job?"

一定要✔

这是一个过去时态的问题，应该用过去时态回答。

高分范例回答

— I chose it because I thought Computer Science would be in great demand（很热门）in the future.

— I decided to study Chinese Literature mainly because I wanted to follow in my mother's footsteps（仿效，步人后尘）. You know, she is a Chinese teacher in a high school.

— The main reason I chose it is/was because it would be an interesting career.

— I chose to do it because it would give me opportunities to travel abroad.

— I chose that because I wanted to enter the business world.

— Well, my teacher and parents all encouraged me to study that. And it seemed a good idea to me. So, basically, I just followed the advice of others（听从别人的建议）.

— Well, there's no particular reason. I just wanted to do something I was interested in.

9．如何谈论工作、学习的感受？

考官　Do you like your subject/job?

高分范例回答

— Yes, I certainly do. I like it because it's something that I can do well（我可以胜任的事）.

— Yes, I do, very much so. The main reason I like it is because it allows me to be creative（有创意的）.

— Yes, certainly! The best thing about it is that it gives me a feeling that I'm developing my mind（有自己的思想）.

— Yes, I'd have to say I do like it. I find it interesting to learn about how the business world functions（了解商业世界是如何运转的）.

— Yes, I do. It's really a promising（有前途的）field. Also, I have strong interest in it.

— Yes, I do. The teaching staff in my department is really terrific（很棒的）. On top of that, there's a wide selection of after-school activities（课外活动）, like the theatre group, the soccer club and the photography society.

— Yes, I really do. It's a steady job with good pay and welfare. You know, millions of young people kill for（争先恐后地）being a governmental employee in China.

— Not really. I think little of（讨厌）dealing with figures.

— I'm up to my eyeballs（忙得不可开交）in work all day long.

— I'm snowed under with my work（我工作忙碌）.

— I'm in charge of the Human Resource of my company. It's a tough job because—I'm swamped with（陷入）loads of（大堆的）job applications each day.

— I'm running around in circles（忙得团团转）in the office. I wish I could slow down my pace（放慢节奏）so I would have more time with my family.

— No, not really. The subject is quite boring because I have to memorize so many apparently useless facts（背诵很多显然无用的事实）.

— Not exactly. To tell you the truth, there's really nothing I like about it. The job is stressful（给人压力的）. For example, I have to work for over 8 hours a day. Also, the pay is not good. So as you can imagine, I feel sour to（厌烦了）it and hope to find a better one.

— Well, I like some things about it but I'm not so happy about（不太满意）other aspects. For example, ...

— I suppose so. It's OK. It's better than no job at all, I guess.（适用于实在找不出理由的考生）

10．如何谈论将来的打算

考官　What's your plan in the near future?

✕千万别

尽量不要用“I want to …”来回答该问题—这个句型不适合谈论“打算”，而且已被滥用。另外，加入一些除了“出国留学”以外的细节。

高分范例回答

— I plan to do the undergraduate/postgraduate studies in Australia or Britain but I haven't decided which country to study in yet. Britain has a long history and more top universities; on the other hand, Australia has a nicer weather.

— I'd like to further my study in Computer Science after graduating from college. I hope I'm luck enough to study it in Britain.

— I'm going to do the foundation courses（预科课程）in Australia. If everything goes well I'll enter a university to take E-commerce after that.

— If all goes according to the plan, I'll study Finance in Australia to get a Master's Degree.

— Taking MBA in Britain is my plan for the next two or three years. And then I'll return to help my father with his company in Shanghai.

— I intend to take TAFE（ 职业技术教育学院）in Australia and do some relevant jobs. After I obtain the diploma I'll apply for immigration.

— My immediate goal is to brush up（复习）my English and get an ideal score in IELTS. Then I'll be entitled to apply for the Graduate School of Leeds University.

— Hopefully, I expect to study Art in France, which has been my dream since I was at school.
