 通读本章，以浏览为主，并且画出觉得对自己最有用的地方。但是如果你已经有好长时间没有练习口语（无论是中文还是英文），请勇敢地读出声来，将这个练习当成是我们口语准备的开始吧！

 为自己准备一根荧光笔，以备在第二次重读本章时能够有所侧重地进行阅读。相信我，这一章在任何一次考试之前，都是有必要再重新读一遍的。





第一节雅思口语考试Part 1





Step 1：身份核查（20-30秒钟，4道小题）





本部分并不是雅思口语考试的开始，但是在这个阶段，考生仍需注意自己语言的质量，千万不要犯明显的错误。本部分的回答应该是短小精悍的，不需要对问题进行拓展，因为归根究底该部分的所有问题都只是为了核对考生身份和查实考生资料。






■本部分考官的开场白是：





● Good morning/afternoon. My name is _____.









■接下来是四个常规问题：





● Can you tell me your full name, please?





● What should I call you?





● Can you tell me where you’re from?





● May I see your identification, please?








Step 2：身份核查（20-30秒钟，4-6道小题）





第一主题（4-6个问题）





第二主题（4-6个问题）





第三主题（4-6个问题）





在正式开始Part 1的提问时，考官会通过三个不同主题的问题对考生进行考查，每个主题都会问4-6个小问题。三个主题中有两个是二选一的必考话题：your hometown 或者 your work/studies，而其他的两个话题是随机选取的。





在本部分，每道问题的答题时间大概在10 -20秒左右，请考生按照正常语速测试一下自己在限定的时间里（10-15秒钟）能够说几句话，可在平时练习的时候严格按照考试的标准来进行准备，以确保能在规定时间内完成考试。





在这部分你可能会遇到很多方面的问题，而这些问题的类型也是多种多样的。比如以下几个问题，他们看起来非常不好回答，甚至有些问题让人不知道应该如何回答：



Q1: Do you like parks ?







Q2: Do you think different colours can change our moods ?







Q3: When do people give flowers in your country ?










你现在可能在想，对于这样的问题我要如何回答，又要如何拓展呢？





不妨先看下面的回答：





A1: Yes, I like parks because they are great places to relax. I think all cities need green areas.





A2: Yes, I think bright colours, like red, can make you feel energetic. Some greens and blues can be more relaxing.






A3: People give flowers on special occasions like birthdays or Valentine’s Day. In my country, giving flowers is seen as romantic.









嗯，看到上面的答案，是不是感觉好多了？事实上雅思口语考试的问题并没有你想得那么难！只要按部就班地完成接下来的环节，你也能成为口语高手哦！





第二节雅思口语考试Part 2





第二部分的考查形式是个人独白，考官的开场白是：


I’m now going to give you a topic and I’d like you to talk about that topic for one to two minutes. Before you start to talk, you’ll have one minute to think about what you’re going to say. You can make notes if you wish. Do you understand?








接下来，考官会给你一张含有如下内容的卡片：


Describe a teacher you had when you were a child and who you liked. You should say:





● what he/she looked like





● what he or she taught





● how often you saw him or her





● and explain why you liked him or her.








考官会帮你读出题干的内容，而下面起提示作用的小问题考官是不会念的。千万不要以为卡片题中的小问题就是你在两分钟内要说的全部内容了，一定要按照主题扩展思路，也就是说卡片上的提示只是提示问题而已，你要尽量多说，注意千万不要跑题。





接下来你会有一分钟的思考时间，在这一分钟里，你需要做以下三件事情：





1.读题

2.想好事例（要想在60秒钟的时间内完美地构思出一道新题是不可能的，大家需要在考前做好万全的准备。请考生务必按照接下来每个章节的内容仔细准备，才能做到万无一失！）

3.在考官提供的纸上写下思路（注意，最好是写些东西，否则头脑很可能在叙述到一半的时候短路。）

一分钟时间到了之后考官会说：



Can you start speaking now, please?











在接下来的两分钟内，即使你说的话中有错误、表达不清甚至不切题，考官也不会打断你。





如果你的speech没有到1分10秒，考官会鼓励你多说些，如果你说的超过1分30秒，考官就会说Thank you，然后继续下面的问题。当然，最好大家能够说满2分钟。Cherrie建议在平时练习的过程中要按照2分15秒的时间准备。





在你说完后，考官会继续问1-2道与你所说内容相关的问题，这部分的问题是为了显示考官对你所说的话有兴趣，所以你应该尽量简短作答，不需要做太多的补充。这两道题的主要考点一般是在People, Things, Places, Everyday Activities, Experiences, and Future Plans or Speculation about the Future部分，在回答的时候请从个人角度回答或解释，不需要从宏观方面谈。





有的时候，由于时间关系，或者考官对你所说的内容不感兴趣，有些考官不会再加问题。





第三节雅思口语考试Part 3





如果说Part 1和Part 2概括谈论的是“考生和考生的生活”，那么Part 3的问题考查的就是与之相比难度更进一层的“其他人和整个社会”了。在本部分考官的开场白是：We ’ve been talking about _________ (the topic in Part 2) and now I’d like to ask you a few more general questions related to the topic.





在Part 3，问题的形式看起来会很像Part 1，但本质上的区别是：所有的Part 3问题考官都可以根据你的回答进行拓展提问，而Part 1是不可以的。这些follow ‐up 问题都是希望你针对刚刚的观点做更加深入的讨论。





针对你的观点考官会提出不同意见，希望你可以与他进行辩论，或评价这个相反观点。在这个部分，根据剩余考试时间的长短，和你回答问题的长短，考官会问大概2-3个主要方面，而每一个方面都会有2-3个左右的小问题。





在Part 3你所听到的问题会明显比前两个部分难度大些，因为这个部分的主要目的就是考查你使用高级英语的能力。





雅思口语考试Part 3的目的就是考查考生对有争论性的问题表达个人见解、辩证分析讨论问题的能力。考官根据Part 2的话题卡，将讨论延伸至更加广泛、抽象、有深度的话题上。在这部分，无论你如何回答，都不会有对错之分。考官关心的是你如何分析问题以及语言运用的准确性。





看下面的问题示例：






Why do some people think that university life is the best stage in life?






这样的问题类型，可能考查的语言点包括：

形容数量的量词：The vast majority of people think…

比较不同观点的转折连词：Some people believe that university life is relaxing while others find it stressful.

形容词及形容词短语比较级：They think it is more convenient than...

答题的关键在于正确使用以上语言点表达思想观点。

现在我们从另外一个角度分析本题：

Why do some people think that university life is the best stage in life?

这是一个评估分析正反或多种观点（Evaluating two different opinions）的问题类型，这种问题类型的答题思路是：





● Talk about opinions of different types of people

● Compare these different opinions

● State why people hold these opinions





有了上述答题思路作为引导，回答起来就很容易了。

Part 3的问题难度相对较大。把问题转换成陈述介绍性语句能帮助你争取宝贵时间，快速辨识问题类型，然后用英语答题思路组织答案，并用高分语言点保证你说出地道的英语。

在这个部分一般会有以下几种问题出现：





● Attitudes and Values

● Personal Qualities

● Psychology (people’s motives and thoughts)

● Information and Communication

● Society

● Change (both cause and effect)

● Education





有的时候上述考点会有所重叠，也就是说考查的方面有些是没有明确的主题的，比如：






1. 提供相应信息








考官会要求你对几件事情举出实际的例子，比如：What exercises are popular in China? 一定要按要求举出相对应的例子，数量最好在2-4个之间。






2. 对将来进行猜测








本类问题可能包括猜测人们做某件事或者有某个想法的原因，典型的问题是 What would…；if…






3. 提供解决方案








提供解决某件事情或者处理某种情况的方法，而且有时还会要求你给出建议。






4. 对比








比如differences between older and younger people; differences between males and females; differences between a situation today and the situation in previous years; differences between rural and urban areas...






5. 解释某件事情存在的原因








Explain situations ( = explain how or why certain situations exist)






6. 给出你的意见或者对某事的判断








这部分典型的问题包括How well ... ? How effective ... ? How much ... ? How important... ?或者回答以Do you think ... ? or Should ... ? 开头的问题。其中，How important ... ?是最重要的问题类型。





有的时候，考官会故意就你所说的观点提出反对意见，然后让你讨论与你所持观点相悖的观点或者给出自己的观点和提出建议。此时千万不要害怕考官对你的“挑衅”，只要说出你自己的真实想法就好了。





如果你等不及想要小试一下身手的话，那么就请尝试回答下列问题，这些问题都是在考试中经常出现的。







● Is teaching a popular profession in China?

● What do people in China think of teachers?

● If China could afford it, do you think more money should be spent on teachers or on facilities?

● Do you think school fees will increase in the future?

● What could/should the government do to improve the education system?

● Do you think there should be fewer exams?

● Do you think teachers are useful/necessary/important? (Why?/ Why not?)

● What (personal) qualities do you think teachers should have?





突破建议“十宗最”（Top 10 Tips for IELTS Speaking）





下面是一位经验丰富的考官给考生的建议，请仔细研读，并大声朗读。千万不要因为篇幅长就放弃，这可是练习口语的绝好机会哦!


There are many possible tips. The first and most important is to take it seriously and prepare properly for it.









1. In the exam-listen to and answer the question




The best advice for IELTS speaking is very simply to listen to the question and answer it. The reason for this is this time you are face to face with the examiner and nerves are a signi- ficant problem. If you are trying to remember complex advice, you are likely to become more nervous and not perform to your best. Keep it simple.


One example here is in Part 1. If you hear a question in the past tense:





Eg.: ‘What sports did you play as a child?’





A good answer will use the past tense - the examiner will be listening for this.









2. Before the exam-practice





Following on from the previous advice, you need to practice before the exam to make sure that the appropriate skills are automatic. This will only happen if you practice sufficiently. However, you also need to practice the right skills - each part of the speaking paper tests a different skill.









3. Immediately before the exam-speak English





The problem for many people is not speaking English, rather it is moving from their own language into English. The advice here is plain: make certain that you are already speaking English before you go into the exam.









4. Key advice-extend your answer appropriately




If there is one key piece of advice, it is to extend your answer appropriately. For example, this is inappropriate:


Question: ‘How many languages do you speak?’





Answer: ‘Two. Chinese and English.’





Better would be:





Answer: ‘I speak two languages. My language is Chinese and I speak English too. I have been learning English since I was 10. I started learning it when I was in primary school.’





Be aware, however, that very long answers are not always a good idea. It is possible that you will go off topic and lose coherence.









5. Make eye contact





A large part of communication is non-verbal. You are marked by the examiner in the room and you should do everything you can to show that person that you are a good communicator. If you do not make eye contact with the examiner, she/he is probably going to be less impressed with your performance.









6. Do not learn answers





One temptation is to learn answers before the exam. Do not. The examiner will notice and your score will be badly affected.









7. If you don’t understand the question-ask





This is a speaking test and not a listening test. If you don’t understand the question, ask the examiner to repeat or explain it - you should not be penalised for this. If you try to answer a question you do not understand, you will almost certainly become incoherent.









8. Give yourself time to think-repeat/reformulate the question




In Part 1 and Part 3 you are not given any thinking time: you are supposed to start speaking immediately. This does not mean, however, that you need to start answering the question straight away. What you can do is to start by repeating/reformulating or commenting on thequestion:


‘What did I enjoy doing as a child? Let me see…’





‘That’s not something I’ve thought about before. It’s an interesting question.’





This has several benefits. It is good communication. It allows you a little time to think. It should also make you answer the question and not the general topic.









9. Correct yourself-if you can do it immediately





If you make a mistake and you can correct it immediately, do so. This will show the examiner that you have controlled over the language. If, however, you are unsure how to correct yourself, move on: the examiner may not have noticed the mistake in the first place and if you try unsuccessfully to correct it, a small mistake may become a much bigger one.









10. Do not relax too much-it’s not a conversation




This is an exam and you need to show the best side of your spoken English. If you relax too much and become too conversational, your English may suffer. You need to recognise that this is not a true dialogue between two people: it is more of an interview with one person speaking and the other listening.


In a conversation the speaking conventions are quite different: you expect the other person to share 50% of the talk time and to react to your comments, typically one person will not speak for any length of time.

 英文语气练习：是在语音基础上练习英语语感的最好方法，在这个部分请大家抛弃“不好意思”的想法，大胆地甚至可以是夸张地进行跟读。





（建议学习时间：每天3次，每次10分钟，共练习3天）

 常错、常混词：总结了学生在练习口语时经常出现的用词错误，需要大家对此进行了解并练习。如果这节里的所有词你都不那么确定，那么就请关注我的博客，在那里会有更多的错误解析，也就是说，本部分的学习是持续的。






3
 英文极短句：口语的构成是从简单到复杂，从单一到系统，也就是说，请根据录音核对自己在说极短句时的英文感觉。也许在第一遍、第二遍和第三遍你都没有达到录音中外教的发音感觉，但我相信到第四遍或者第五遍的时候你一定会有非常明显的进步。






4
 口语句型：与写作句型相比，口语句型有明显的特点，比如用词言简意赅，句型短小但含义深远。在这部分我们可以先对这一特点进行简单的了解，这样在后面的准备过程中我们就能更轻松地梳理自己的语言结构了。建议通读，并尝试在以后的准备过程中使用。






第一节 你的英语语气错了吗？








英语语气在雅思考试过程中的重要性








语气是指“说话时流露出来的感情色彩”。在雅思考试过程中，每一个问题的回答都包含了你对某个问题的个人想法，所以使用合适的语气就尤为重要。对于那些连续做了几次“烤鸭”都不能到达目标分数的同学，也许在你平凡的语言中加上自然的语气就可以创造奇迹了！








请先跟录音试读下面的句子，体会不同语意句子的语气变化，之后自己练习，并与录音对比。在各位同学自己练习的时候，请先将自己放入相应的语境中，完全可以“眉飞色舞”或者“手舞足蹈”，请不要吝惜你的想象力。因为，请记住，完美的英语口语一定是有气势、有感情、有语气地说出来的！








本章的内容都是极其简单的练习，目的是能够让大家初步了解语气在特定语境中的使用，在之后的章节中，希望大家能够把他们运用到更加复杂的环境中去。








超简单语气练习
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做完上面的练习你有没有了解什么是语气呢？事实上，无论是在考试中还是在真正的生活中，一个小小的语气词有时会比一段话更能清楚地表达你的意思。最重要的是，有了语气词的支持，你就向着纯正的英文表达迈出了一大步哦！








第二节 口语超级常见词








注意下列单词的读音！中国考生75%以上的发音问题是可以根治的！但对于从小到大都没有正儿八经地练习过发音的中国学生来说，下面几组词可能是个大挑战。原则上，我们的发音问题是需要通过专业训练才能与以英语为母语的人说得一样好，但如果目标是想在短期之内通过雅思考试的话，我们完全可以从读准音标开始做起。

二、常混词












1．与economy相关的词









在授课和模考过程中，出现问题最多的一个英文单词可能要数economy了，这个词有很多的变体，而每一个变体都有自己独特的用法。Cherrie在这里极力建议大家能够抽出一些时间来好好学习一下这个词及其用法，这样在写作中会有所收获。
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2． 与technical相关的词









大家在使用这个词的时候一定要注意它的各种变体，每个变体都有独特的拼写和用法，一定不要用错哦！
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第三节 口语轻松极短句








好多同学为了将英语说得像外国人一样地道，就不停地练习读音、背诵文章，结果却发现收效甚微，这主要是因为他们的英文不够“西”。所谓“西”，就是要从自己说话的整体感上把握，比如肢体语言和语气。








考试当天如果天气糟糕、交通拥挤、没吃早餐，甚至有点头疼脑热，都会导致考生或者考官在心态方面出现波动，从而给口语成绩造成负面的影响。要知道口语考试的主宰者是你，一个有着鲜活思想的“牛”人！你完全可以通过自信的语言、清晰的语音和协调的肢体语言控制甚至扭转这一切！








积极营造良好的气氛和感觉，让其成为你在口语考试这种纯主观考试中的杀手锏！尽情地用你的好心情去感染考官，这是你走向成功的重要一步！所以，请放轻松。我们不妨试着用非主流的方式来回答考官的提问。








下面这道题是雅思口语考试第一部分经常出现的问题。如果非常死板地用主流的方式来回答，得分一定不会太高。请大家根据9分的原则自问自答下面的问题。

第四节基础口语句子完美打造








一、连接“冗词”打造连贯美句








中国考生在雅思考试中比较常见的错误就是逻辑关系错误，而导致考官弄不清楚考生说话逻辑的罪魁祸首就是连接（冗）词的缺失。下面的“冗词”可以用在雅思口语考试的任何一部分，在后面的例文中会有明确的用法解析，但是，现在先请大家把他们当成必备词汇最先进行准备。请注意单词的读音。
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二、“爱与不爱”表达没商量








在雅思口语考试中，考生遇到表达喜好问题的几率是100%，也就是说该话题是口语的必考内容。针对这一必考内容我们需要先收集适合自己的句型素材。下面提供了一些表达喜好的句型，请先进行跟读，根据个人需求选取使用。
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三、考官的心如何“猜”








在雅思口语考试中，50%以上的问题都涉及了考生对社会上某些问题的看法，然而，没有人是万事通，不可能对所有事情都很了解，所以很多时候考生的答案是带有猜测性的。时常使用猜测性的语句可以让你的表达听起来更加自然，而且考官也会觉得你非常谦逊。

错误分析：





1.…be…+…动词原形；





2.…动词当成名词用；





3.…时态不一致，乱用成风；





4.…词不达意，让人不知所云；





5.…形容词、副词乱用。






天呐，错误连篇，这样说话怎么行？








由此可知英语语法是多么重要！








缺乏足够的英语语法知识使得你在说话时常常被卡住, 你会发现语法会阻止你流畅地表达自己的思想。在说话时你既要注意语法又要考虑说话的内容,这就大大降低了你说话的速度，结果是，要么错误百出，要么说得很不流利。 而这都是说得一口流利英语的障碍。虽然有些人认为, 语言的主要目的是交流, 何必管这么多语法？不过，如果你的言语中充满了语法错误，至少别人会认为你受教育的程度不够。因此，要想说一口流利的英语，正确的语法是必须注意的，口语中的语法错误同样不可原谅。








那么，如果你需要恶补口语语法的话，就请仔细研读本部分的内容。Cherrie在举例的时候故意使用了比较简单的词汇，是因为希望你能够在没有英文生词的前提下顺利地读完本节内容，然后在头脑中架构出自己的语法体系。 那么就开始吧！

二、英语口语中的时态处理








说到英语口语中的时态，相信大家都不会陌生。但是你知道吗，在考试的过程中有些我们很常见的时态也可以有高分的用法。而对于那些希望得到超高口语分数的考生来讲，主动使用“超高分时态”也会让他们明显技高一筹！以play为例，我们来简单复习一下它在各种时态中的变形。
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建议大家按照以下顺序学习：





1.常规时态：一般现在时、现在进行时、一般过去时、过去进行时、现在完成时、现在完成进行时、过去完成时和一般将来时。





2.超级时态：过去将来时、过去完成进行时、将来进行时、过去将来进行时、将来完成时、过去将来完成时和将来完成进行时。
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三、Yes/No的替换








在平时模考的时候，我经常会听到同学们使用Yes和No，而恰恰是这两个词才是最最应该被替换掉的。下面介绍一些替换词，大家可试着利用来替代“Yes”和“No”。







● Instead of ‘yes’ you can use: certainly, of course, all right, with pleasure, etc.

● If you mean ‘no’ you can use: never, not at all, I’m afraid not, etc.



● If the answer is ‘possible’ you can use: probably, perhaps, maybe, etc.

→Certainly.

 按照设定的题量进行训练，首先只看真题，按照Part 1的答题原则，回答3-5句话。如果能够做到流利，并且使用了一定的词汇，则本题可以通过；如果回答的时候有超过3秒钟的空白，则本题需要做记号。






5
 对于做了记号的问题，开始进入素材使用阶段。考生需要根据讲解准备自己的答案。

 所有问题的答案一定不要100%背诵，考试的时候有经验的考官马上就会发现你明显的背诵痕迹，那么你的分数一定不会高于4.5分。所以我们接下来的9分素材统统不是大段大段的文章，我们需要做的是把词和词组连接起来使用，从而形成属于自己的答案。如果考试的时候恰恰考到了自己准备的最熟练的主题，也希望大家尽量做到能够自然地表达出答案，而不是生硬地完全背诵答案。

一、最简单的“简介”

直接给出与问题相对应的回答+拓展性的解释或者相关原因；并且在说话的时候让考官能够看出你很健谈，另外，你的答案中完全可以涉及自身对问题的独特见解。事实上越是新颖的内容越能够引起考官的兴趣，从而你的得分相应也会更高。








贴心小提示（有大作用哦！）








1.在Part1考试的过程中，不要期待考官会与你进行更加深入的讨论。在你给出答案之后，考官最多会说: OK, Good./Nice./That’s interesting./Thank you.等话。所以不要因为在答完问题之后考官没有对你的答案给出评论而担心。

2.……在考试的过程中你可以对没听清或者没听懂的问题进行提问，…比如：
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使用了以上的句子，不但不会扣分，而且还会相应地在你的交流能力上为你加分。







3.……有的时候，考官会让你重复一遍你刚刚说过的答案。这种情况发生有两种原因：第一，你的某个单词发音有误；第二，你说的话过于中式，考官没有办法理解（比如，有的考生说good…study的时候其实他的意思是study…hard）；第三，你在说话的时候选择了错误的词汇，或词汇的使用有误。那么请在你重复答案的时候尽量换一种说法，重新想出一个答案。如果你不对答案进行升级的话，可能考官还是不能理解你的答案，这样在分数上可能就会有0.5分左右的下降。如果你在绞尽脑汁之后还是不知道该怎么让考官明白你的意思，请给出与你的观点相对应的例子，这样就可以保证考官清晰地了解你想要表述的意思了。在你给出的例子之前你可以加上in…other…words,…what…I…mean…is等连接句。





4.……在考试的过程中，你很有可能随时被打断，但这是由于考官必须要控制考试的时间，每一部分都有非常明确的规定时间，所以不要觉得自己的答案没有回答完整是一件值得惋惜的事情。





5.……在你听到考官提出的问题时，最好马上对其进行回答，否则就可能在3秒钟之后被扣流利分。那么如何能够让自己马上回答问题呢，这就需要大家尽量使用相关的补白冗词。当你没有话可说，或者答案没有想好的时候，或者在绞尽脑汁想答案的时候，你就可以试试使用下列用词：
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●That’s a difficult/unusual/interesting question!



●Wow! That’s a really difficult question for somebody of my age!



●Well, you know, I’ve had very little experience with it so I can only make a wild guess here.

 大家首先要按照本月考试的预测来进行规划性的准备，不能盲目地准备所有的考题。






3
 按照预测找出相应的章节，进行9分的素材准备。一定不要原文照搬，有两种方法可以避免背诵嫌疑，分别是复述法和9分素材法。





（1） 复述法：看过例文或范文之后，按照自己的个人情况进行重新组织和复述。





（2） 9分素材法：按照本章开头的9分原则，对文章的内容进行替换、更改等加工，从而变成独特的文章而“为我所用”。如果时间不是很充足，那么采用本章初的TDT原则，进行“速食准备”。






4
 设定每天练习题量，比如本章共______个主题，如果你有______天就要考试了，那么每天看______个主题，按照循序渐进的原则。口语的练习不适合大规模、长时间的训练，推荐的模式是每天用固定的时间，在7-14天内练习所有主题。






5

第一节Part 2无敌攻克法








一、最简单的“简介”








Part 2-Long turn
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雅思考试的Part 2是让很多同学最头疼的，无论准备得多么充分，如果在考试的时候遇到了没有准备过的话题，说话发言的时候就会张口结舌、支支吾吾。在考官眼中，你的英语水平当然是差到“无与伦比”。








这部分考查的是考生（在没有任何其他提示的情况下）就一个特定的话题进行较长时间陈述的能力，考查考生是否能恰当地运用语言，是否能连贯地组织自己的观点。考生有可能需要联系自己的经历来完成这部分内容。这个部分是考试中惟一让考生独自发言2分钟的部分，也是考官全面评价你英语水平的最好机会。








考生在进行本部分考试的过程中需要注意以下四点：







1. 流畅性和结构层次








这指的是考生语言的连贯性，语速是否正常，是否能够在表达观点和语言的使用上达到结构层次清晰、互相关联。






2. 词汇来源








这指的是考生使用的词汇量的范围，能否用这些词汇清晰地表达意思和态度，其中包括所使用的词汇是否多样，是否可以运用相关技巧绕过词汇障碍，如用不同方式表达相同的意思。






3. 语法的多样性和准确性








这指的是考生使用的语法结构的范围，能否正确和恰当地运用这些语法结构。在评分过程中，考生的表达长度、复杂程度以及语法错误对交流的影响等因素都在考查范围之内。






4. 语音








这指的是考生的表达是否可被他人理解，考生能否运用语音的内容表达意义。在评分过程中，考生在表达中造成理解障碍的次数、母语对英语表达影响的次数都在考查范围之内。





但是除了需要用准确明了的英语表达自己的意思以外，我们最希望能够达到的目的就是在考前对于可能面对的卡片题有所准备。接下来我们就要进入到一个非常重要的准备阶段了。





请考生注意的是，雅思考试的卡片题有几百个之多，千万不能逐个击破，我们需要有策略地进行准备。那么下面就让我们一起来准备雅思考试中最常见、频率最高的卡片题吧！






二、TDT原则







（适合没有时间准备的学生使用）






当考官拿出一张对你而言很陌生的卡片时，最简单且直接的方法是用Cherrie的TDT原则。








所谓的TDT原则就是在拿到题后，进行以下三步的分析：







（1）用WH-words来向自己提问，比如what, when, where, why, who（Think about question words: what, when, where, why, who）

（2）描述自己的意见和感受（Describe opinions and feelings）

（3）讲一个与卡片相关的小故事（Tell a story related to the topic）现在举例，以一个近期热考的卡片题“摄影”为例。






Photography








1Think about question words: what, when, where, why, who.

2. Describe opinions and feelings.

3. Tell a story related to the topic.

The last time I took photos on a special occasion was at my friend’s wedding a few weeks ago. I got some great pictures of the bride and groom and their guests celebrating. After the wedding I made an album of all the best pictures and sent it to my friend as a present.

人物卡是雅思考试的高频卡片，但是也是整个题库中难度较低的一类。本类卡片的特点是：逻辑相对固定，词汇使用要求较低。这就要求大家在考试的时候一定不能在人物卡上丢分。人物描述出现的概率相当高，几乎在每个月的考试里都能遇到。常见的人物类卡片通常是描述一个身边的人，如老师、邻居、朋友、家庭成员等。从2011年起，人物类卡片有了新的变化，题目增加了定语限制，描述也有了更细致的要求，如描述一个有冒险精神的人（an adventurous person），一个成功的人（a successful person），一个你崇敬的人（a person you admire）等。题目的难度似乎增加了许多。但实际上，只要考生掌握了联想、组织的方法，这些题目并不像看上去那么可怕。

By mass media it is meant first the press, newspapers, magazines, and secondly radio and television. The cinema is also part of the mass media but it, in many countries, is rapidly losing its popularity（流行）.






什么是媒体的基本功能?








Firstly, they supply us with news, keeping us informed（通知） about what is happening in our world ; secondly, they interpret（说明，解释） the news for us by way of commentary（评论，解说） and edit（编辑）;Thirdly, they spread culture and education, either formally or informally.






报纸的功能








Newspapers have many functions; they do not merely（仅仅，只不过） keep us up -to-date with the news, or provide us with information about what films and plays are on.





One domestic（国内的） function of newspapers is the prevention（预防，阻止） of arguments over breakfast. A newspaper creates an atmosphere（气氛） of harmony（和谐） over the breakfast table, enabling（使……能够）breakfast to be eaten in soothing silence with the minimum of irritation（刺激，生气）.





Newspapers also act as a sleeping tablet. In the evenings, or on Sunday afternoons, men retire to their sofas with the paper. Within a few minutes, the head droops（下垂）, the newspaper falls to the floor. Newspapers also defend us from over-talkative（爱说话的，多嘴的） strangers in pubs（酒吧） and in trains. A newspaper being read is a signal that the reader wishes to be left in peace.

Since people with weak constitutions might get hurt by eating cold raw food on Qingming, when the weather is still cold, various activities were invented for body-building, like steppingthe-green outgoing, swing, Chinese football, polo, and tug-of-war, etc.

In some areas of China, a scented sachet is also used as a love token between young lovers.

如何使用本章








本部分准备的精细程度取决于你的考试时间。对于那些有三个月以上时间备考的学生，建议所有部分都要看一遍；对于那些只有一个月甚至少于一个月时间就要考试的学生，请选择自己薄弱的部分优先准备。建议按照下列顺序进行复习。

 .本章第一节的“文化素养篇”主要是针对那些希望能够从基础上提高英语口语水平和考试时间比较充裕的学生。事实上口语的基础部分就是模仿和练习。所以Cherrie为大家准备了三个雅思考试中常用的话题，以句子和段落的形式供大家选择性地诵读和复述。请用两天的时间（每天30-40分钟）完成这部分的训练，相信可以帮助大家在考试时轻松地用纯正的英式思维与考官交流。








在练习的时候，请考生在阅读每个主题内容后，先试着用自己的话复述一遍（当然也可以加入个人的想法和观点），之后再有选择地背记相应的重点高分词汇。








这个部分也非常适合即将出国的学生，供其了解欧美国家近况，考前可以有计划地进行准备。

谈到雅思口语Part 3，多半会听到“烤鸭”们从牙缝里挤出一个字--“难”，而且无论你水平如何，感受都很相似：考官好似要打破砂锅问到底，每次刚费力回答完一个问题，考官都会从刚刚的答案中找到“漏洞 ”，然后针对它继续“为难”你，这似乎更像是参加了一场辩论赛。其实这部分之所以难，是考官有意而为之。在你较为轻松地通过了Part 1和Part 2之后，考官就已经基本了解了你的日常沟通以及描述能力，甚至在其心里已经给出了大约的分数，而这最后一步便是想通过挑战你的语言极限（linguistic limit or upper limit）来定乾坤了。在本部分，考官会重点关注你高级英语的使用情况。而且，因为问题的灵活性和广泛性，背诵答案变得几乎不太可能。因此不管是得5分还是7分的学生，都会觉得雅思口语Part 3 “很有难度”。








所以，你感觉“难”并不意味着成绩就一定会低，只是考官想要多挖掘一下你的潜力，努力“抬高”你的分数而已，所以你应该放松心情，不要轻易放弃展示语言能力的机会。同时，这也提醒考生在准备一些常规问题时要未雨绸缪。

那么到底Part 3为什么这么难呢？首先，题目的性质从原来较为生活化的Part 1和Part 2转化为Part 3中带有强烈学术意味的考题，比如：How does scientific research benefit space, medical, environmental and information technologies?其次，很多考题不再注重具体的细节描述或陈述，而转向考查考生的抽象思维能力，比如：Does money bring people more happiness or make them less secure? “钱会给人带来幸福，还是使人更没有安全感？”再次，有相当数量的题目会让考生去对某个话题进行评估（assessment），特别是利弊方面的评估；还有些考题让考生对未来进行猜测（speculation），让你说说10年或20年之后某事物将会怎么样，比如：In your opinion, what languages will become more popular in the future? 该题要你猜测将来什么语言会变得流行起来。当然，你还必须说明理由。








总的来说，Part 3已经超越了日常生活层面，进入到人的深层思维体系之中。它注重的是四样东西：世界观（world views）、信仰体系（belief systems）、价值观（values）、态度（attitudes）。要把这些东西说好，除了平时的语言功底和随机应变的能力以外，考生还需要具备一些人文方面的素养。所以，我们对Part 3的准备就需要围绕以下两部分进行准备：








1.培养人文素养--了解常考题目后面深厚的文化背景；








2.未雨绸缪--进行真枪实弹的题目训练。








主题1第一节 文化素养篇文化Culture








多元文化（Multicultural）









遥想当初我和我的同学们刚刚踏上英国的土地时，最惊讶的一件事就是，当地很多人看起来并不是我们认为的传统意义上的“英国人”。实际上，英国有很多不同种族的人，这是因为英国以前的殖民统治（colonial rule）以及英国在经济和政治上的自由（economic and political freedoms）吸引了很多移民（immigrants）。而且，近年来英国政府实施了多元文化政策（adopted multicultural policies），外来移民可以保留他们自己的文化规范及生活习惯（maintain their own cultural norms and practices）。








所以在一些大型城市里，比如伦敦，我们经常会看到一些社区里的人根本不会说英语，而且与英国大多数的白人文化似乎没有一点交集，但是他们也可以这样在英国生存下去。在英国的唐人街（China Town），我们能看到好多中国人，他们来自中国的各个省市，有些早年间来到英国的人根本不会英语，但也可以在英国好好地生活。








在国外，所谓的“少数民族”（minorities）与国内的可不是一回事！事实上很多国家的移民人员并不希望被当作那个国家的一员，但是在中国不同。他们原本就住在中国境内，原本就是中国人。








可是作为即将出国的我们，大家的目标是真正融入英语的交际社会。在考试的Part 3会大量地涉及文化融合的内容，请先尝试自己说说下面的句子，之后再对照推荐答案。建议遵照自己的理解和理念拆分使用，但原则上是一定要保证英语准确！最后请在自我测试部分尝试回答一些Part 3的问题，看看自己是不是真正掌握了文中的句子。

Per couple can only have one child, unless you are in a special category like an ethnic minority or married to a foreigner.) 除了非常明显的独生子女政策之外，人们对婚姻的看法也有非常大的区别。在国外很少有家庭是三代或者四代同堂（extended family where grandparents live with their children and grandchildren）。有时候我们会觉得外国人年老之后都住在养老院而不是自己的家（end up living in care homes rather than with their families）是非常让人震惊的（shocking）事情，但这并不是西方人不如中国人孝敬（care）他们的长辈，而是由一系列复杂的经济及社会原因（complex economic and social factors）造成的。








Marriage in the United States tends to look more like serial monogamy than lifetime partnership, especially in the major cities. When Americans say ‘family’, they mean a nuclear family of Mom, Dad, and the kids. That such households are melting down at a prodigious rate doesn’t affect the cultural ideal one iota. Another component of the ideal family is a nonworking wife, the caring, nurturing mother who greets children after school with a plate of home-baked cookies. Children are raised to be independent and cautious, with a strong sense of self-esteem.

1. Children, especially very young ones, I mean maybe kids in the age of 3 to 7, learn a lot by mimicking or copying others.









2. They also do not or even cannot distinguish very well between reality and make-believe. If they see examples of bad behaviour on TV, e.g., bad language, anti-social behaviour, violence etc, they might copy it.









3. Also, consider how watching TV in general (not just the programs themselves) promotes passivity and takes the place of other important activities for children such as: physical exercise (outside), socialising with other kids, talking to their parents, learning new skills, reading books, doing puzzles & playing mentally challenging games, doing creative & artistic activities, doing homework or reviewing schoolwork.









4. In other words, the more kids watch TV, the less they do these other very important developmental activities.









5. In addition to this, watching TV is a passive activity. When a person’s mind is passive (i.e., not thinking very much), he is much more susceptible to being brainwashed. Especially when he is watching advertisements, he will accept some improper values and the so-called truths.









6. Also, many kids / many people eat snacks especially junk food while watching TV, which, combined with not being physically active, could result in poor health and obesity.

4. Are producers and directors important for a good movie?







While most films are recognized because of their leading actors, the real credit goes to the people who have the vision to make and direct the story. The director controls every aspect of film-making, from the photographic angles, the special effects, the performance of the actors and, right through to the final editing. There have been several outstanding actors who have gone into directing. Charlie Chaplin is one of the most famous but others, such as，Clint Eastwood and Kevin Costner have been both, actor and director, of their own films.

Chatting programmes such as MSN Instant Messenger and AIM are widely used throughout the U. S.

1. What extracurricular activities do students do at school?







Many high schools emphasize extracurricular activities which all students are encouraged to pursue. Much of this emphasis is dedicated to physical education through a wide range of sports. In addition, students can take part in group activities that cater for their special interests. Those interests might include drama, chess, stamp collecting, boby-building, art work, music or producing a school magazine.

Many foreign countries do have substantial Chinese communities within their society and these can be a great comfort to new arrivals.

And we’ll feel exciting, happy and interested in the subject after his teaching. Second,he should understand his subject very well, and know the problems of every student.









Third, this teacher should not give students too much homework, but can get a very good teaching result by encouraging the students to study hard themselves and review the texts of their own accord. Meanwhile, he should have good sense of responsibility. I like my math teacher very much, because he is the one who has the exact characteristics I’m talking just now.

4. Should children be punished in school?







In my opinion, children should be punished but not too often. I think the best way to deal with children is to guide them through their mistakes and to try to help them see their own errors. I mean, punishment should be used, but only when the children are informed that they must stop doing something that they shouldn’t do. Punishments also cannot be the only way a child learns not to do something or otherwise he or she will only act out of fear of consequences without knowing whether it’s truly right or wrong. For example, if a boy passes notes in class and is only punished, he may stop it only as long as the teacher is around. When he comes to another class with a teacher who’s not as strict, he might start doing it again. He hasn’t realized why it’s not the right thing to do.

5. What do you think makes a good lesson?







I think a good lesson is one that is interesting and engaging. By ‘engaging’ I mean that the students should feel involved in the lesson; they should feel that they are learning something new that is relevant to them. In my opinion, a lot depends on how the teacher delivers the content of the lesson in a way that students like. My favourite teacher at university used to involve the students by making us teach some of the lessons ourselves.

As a result, young people feel that the culture of the entertainment industry is a major and an important part of life (which, in fact, is because it dominates the modern culture and is a major industry). On the other hand, very few other role models are presented to young people. Another reason why some people want to be famous is that the idolatry of super-wealthy people has been promoted in the mass media.

环保Environment Protection








1. Can you define environmental problems?







Pollution is the act or process of polluting or the state of being polluted, especially the contamination of soil, water, or the atmosphere by the discharge of harmful substances. Pollution will affect the combination of external physical conditions that affect and influence the growth, development, and survival of organisms and cause damages to the world.

Part 2 is the individual long turn. The examiner gives the candidate a task card
which asks the candidate to talk about a particular topic, including points to
cover in their talk and instructing the candidate to explain one aspect of the
topic. Candidates are given 1 minute to prepare their talk, and are given a
pencil and paper to make notes. Using the points on the task card effectively
and making notes during the preparation time will help the candidate think
of appropriate things to say, structure their talk, and keep talking for 2
minutes. The examiner asks the candidate to talk for 1 to 2 minutes, stops the
candidate after 2 minutes, and asks one or two questions on the same topic.
Part 2 lasts 3-4 minutes, including the preparation time.

Task Focus

This part of the test focuses on the candidate’s ability to speak at length on
a given topic (without further prompts from the examiner), using appropriate
language.
